Chapter 1 God loves you. Do you?
God cares about the details of your life. You probably have no desire to count the hairs on your head, but scripture says God knows how many you have.

God promises to give us a bright future, and not to cause us harm (Jeremiah 29:11). So we can rest assured that any problem that threatens harm is not from the Father. Knowing that encourages us not to give up but rather to try harder at obtaining the promise-prosperity, hope, and a bright future. Not that we should ever resent our present state. Resentment is emotional baggage. It will weigh you down and slow you down. Be grateful for God being a part of your life right now. If God be for you who can be against you? No one! When you have God, you have it all. Regardless of what you see around you right now. Paul said, “I’ve learned whatsoever state I am in to be content. Whether abased or abound.” Don’t be anxious, be content having the attitude that God loves you and it has no problem with your drive to succeed. “It is the Father’s good pleasure to give you the kingdom” (Luke 12:32). When you have a relationship with God, He makes sure that you have everything you need. Just as he feeds the beautiful birds, he will provide for you (Matthew 6:26). God’s love dwelling in you can manifest whatever you need. “Godliness with contentment is great gain.” (1 Timothy 6:6-10). There’s power inside you. That power is accessed through faith. You can’t give up at the first sign of trouble. 

 

If I’d given up the first or second time that the mortgage company denied my mortgage modification, I would have lost my home. Instead of accepting “no” for an answer, I pushed forward. I tried harder. I resubmitted my paperwork. I learned how to calculate the mortgage modification ratios. I wrote the bank president to discuss my concerns. I kept the faith and I confessed, “A thousand may fall by my side, ten thousand homes may foreclose at my right hand, but no foreclosure shall come near my dwelling. You’re probably saying, “Psalm 91:7 isn’t talking about foreclosure.” I believe the word is alive. The overriding theme in Psalm 91 is that God has promised to be our protector in the midst of danger. I believe my home is important to God. It was in danger of foreclosure. And God stepped in to protect it. A few days later I was assigned a loan officer in the bank president’s office. Someone to work directly with me. Finally, after three denials and seven months of communications, faxing financial documents, and completing forms, I was approved. by this time, I was ten months behind. God is good! Now what if my mortgage had been denied and I had lost my home? Would I have cursed God? No. I would have pushed even harder to rebuild trusting God that He is a God of restoration and recompense. You see that’s that attitude of contentment again. Knowing whatever the state you are in, God has a better plan and as long as I have a relationship with Him and faith in His word EVERYTHING will work out in my favor. He (in you) is able to do exceedingly abundantly above all you can ask or think according to the power of a living God that works in and through you (Ephesians 3:20). His power is in you and it’s all you need.

“Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome them: because greater is he that is in you, than he that is in the world’ -2 Corinthians 4:7

 

I heard Joyce Meyer say, “There’s nobody that can help you if you won’t help yourself.” The good thing is God has given you absolutely everything you need to help yourself.  That’s why for us, breaking down is not an option. We might bend but we shouldn’t even consider breaking.

Show me a person who breaks under pressure and I will show you a person who has succumbed to the enemy’s lies. Don’t believe the lies. They are designed to break you and they are always the same. You’re a failure, you’re worthless, nobody loves you, and you’ll never succeed, and on and on.When you believe the lies you are susceptible to breaking. You make horrible choices that lead to seemingly insurmountable mountains of drama – depression, divorce, illness, poverty, and pain-all of which can lead to death.

Chapter 2 The Devil Is a Lie
Your winning attitude depends on what you believe. There’s absolutely no way to have a winning attitude if you believe the lies of the enemy. His lies are designed to burst your self-esteem bubble. And if you believe those lies that’s exactly what will happen. Your self-esteem will plummet and you will begin to harbor anger and resentment because you feel like a victim and not a victor.

 

What kind of lies am I talking about? There are several and in this chapter we will look at them more closely. So that by the time you finish this chapter there will be absolutely no doubt in your mind that NONE of these lies are true.

 

One of the most powerful things you can do is resist the enemy. The bible says when we resist him, he will flee from us. 

Lie: You’re Alone

After my divorce, I felt alone. I was physically surrounded by people. My family (five siblings), friends, church members, co-workers were still around, but I experienced deep paralyzing loneliness. I cried myself to sleep. I didn’t call family because I was embarrassed. I didn’t want to hear, “I told you so”. Some of them did “tell me so”. I dealt with it on my own AKA without God. In between sobs, I asked God, “Why?” I kept everything locked inside. Depression set in. All I did was sleep, go to work, and attend Sunday service. My doctor prescribed antidepressants. Days faded into restless nights month after month. I was no longer living. I merely existed. There was no joy. And certainly no peace. I was breaking. In Luke 24, Jesus appeared to the disciples after the resurrection. Before descending into heaven, he promised them that he would send the Holy Spirit to comfort them. That same promise he made to the disciples applies to us today. The Holy Spirit is within us to comfort you and guide us. Instead of focusing on the comforter, I placed more value on the physical presence of a man. 

 

By dwelling on the loneliness, I cultivated it, listening to slow dreary music; avoiding family and friends; and crying myself to sleep. I believed the lie. Now I know the truth. I know I am never alone! And his trying to convince me otherwise is hilarious. You are not alone either. Not today, tomorrow, not ever. You think you are. It looks like you are. It feels like you are. But, you are not. You’ve been lied to. You may have been abandoned, but don’t forget God. He is still present. He is ever present. Don’t focus on who you see around you. Don’t let the enemy force you into believing that God has left you to fend for yourself. God promised that he would never leave you or forsake you. Dry your tears. Forget about who walked out on you. Forgive them and set yourself free. Recognize the one you need has been there all along-God! He’s always there, right by your side in the worship music; the kindness of stranger; the beautiful rainbow that appears after a storm. Jehovah Shammah is there.

 

Lie: You Are a Complete Failure

I know this lie well. After my divorce, I felt like a complete failure. My son had to leave his friends and move to a new school. I had to move back home with my Dad. People were gossiping and worst of all; I thought I failed God by getting a divorce. Maybe if I had been a better wife or maybe if I were more attractive. Maybe if I didn’t nag, he would have stayed home more. I beat myself up with maybes, and what ifs. I did what Satan wanted me to do. Sit around crying, complaining and calling myself a failure. I was so afraid of failing at marriage that I vowed to never get married again. How silly is that? Marriage is absolutely wonderful and there are millions of happy couples to prove it. You just don’t hear about them because the enemy doesn’t want you to. Think about it. You only hear about the ones that fail. People and things fail. Just because you fail does not mean you are a failure. Why would Satan tell you that you are a failure? To break you. To make you talk yourself out of experiencing God’s perfect will. To make you so afraid of failing that you never try again. The enemies each time you try your chances of succeed increase. He doesn’t want you to succeed. He wants you to break. The truth is God wants you blessed, filled with self-confidence, and empowered by the power that works in you-His power.

 

Lie: Everyone Has a Breaking Point

No person or thing can determine your destiny. God gave us dominion in Genesis over everything in the earth. If someone or something is threatening to break you or keep you from realizing your dreams, it’s because you are allowing it. Take the authority you were given in the beginning. Don’t live life afraid that something is going to defeat you. Don’t just endure life, enjoy it. 2 Corinthians 3:5 reminds us that we are not sufficient in ourselves. Our sufficiency comes from God. That’s the good news. You don’t have to rely on your own ability. It’s in God that we move and have our being (Acts 17:28). And He is unbreakable! And when you are rooted in the word, you know that nothing can separate you from His love. His love covers a multitude of sins and nothing that comes against you can ever prevail against the love of God. It’s too powerful. 1 Corinthians 10:13 says: "... God is faithful; he will not let you be tempted beyond what you can bear. But when you are tempted, he will also provide a way out so that you can endure it."(NIV) You can bear it. Chapter 3 Life May Burn Us But We Will Heal
While putting on lotion the other morning, I noticed the scar on my right calf.  In the second grade, I burned myself leaning too close to a small gas heater while trying to get warm. The burn blistered in the shape of the letter T. I didn’t realize that it had blistered until the pain started. By then, I was already at school. My teacher noticed my discomfort and asked what happened. I showed her the burn and she immediately sent me to the nurse. The nurse gently applied medicated ointment to the area and wrapped it in gauze. 

 

I don’t remember how long it took to heal. But, I do know that it wasn’t overnight. And even though it’s completely healed and painless today, there is still a scar. Maybe you have been badly burned by life and maybe you’re still in pain. There is a balm in Gilead (Jeremiah 8:22). Jesus is that healing balm. Life may burn us, but we can and will heal when we apply His love, grace, and mercy to whatever we are facing. God promises to heal and His love will take away the pain. 

 

Stop listening to the lies of the enemy. He is only trying to steal, kill, and destroy your faith. The word instructs us to trust God and not our own understanding (Proverbs 3:5). Furthermore, we are encouraged to acknowledge God in all things and know that He will direct our path.

 

Know the truth. Stand boldly on it. God is for you. And He is for you nothing can be against you. Nothing can break you. Have Faith first ask questions later. There’s victory in you. But you have to be hungry for it. You have to want it like you want air. We are made in the image of God. He is mindful of us because He values us. Keep yourself built up in your most holy faith. You’re not washed up. You’re coming up. Faith comes by hearing and hearing by the word of God (Romans 10:17). You’re not down on your luck.

 

Dump the burden of baggage. A burden is anything weighing you down. Negative thoughts, fearful apprehensions, past mistakes, failures, screw-ups and toxic relationships-they’re all burdens and that makes them a baggage. There’s no room for baggage on this trip. “You only get to experience each minute of your life once.”- Geoff Shaw. Concentrate on making the minutes in your life baggage. When negative thoughts creep in don’t dwell on them, replace them with thoughts of God’s loving nature. How much He wants you to prosper in every area of your life. How He allowed His own son to die for you? Because you are worth dying for-Isn’t that just amazing? Say it with me; I must be pretty special if Jesus, the Christ, thought I was worth dying for. There is no greater love than a man who would lay down His life for a friend.

 

Your most important assets are on your person-your mind, your heart, and spirit. “Lay aside every weight and sin that so easily besets you.” (Hebrews 12:1). You don’t have to break down under. Meditate on God’s word day and night. Focus on what He says you can do, not what the world is telling you are impossible. For every negative news story you see on television, there is a positive scripture in the word to encourage you. Your success depends on which of the two you spend your time focusing on. “I set before you life and death…choose life.” Deuteronomy 30:19

DAY 1 You Are Indestructible
We are troubled on every side, yet not distressed; we are perplexed, but not in despair; Persecuted, but not forsaken; cast down, but not destroyed. 2 Corinthians 4: 8-9

 

This is one of those scriptures that you absolutely should memorize. “Cast down but not destroyed” always pops into my mind whenever I am going through a tough time. Those words ground me. They make me stop and think about who I am and whose I am. Greater is He that is in me than He that is in the world. There’s something about knowing that the world may throw you down, but they cannot completely annihilate you. In Christ you are invincible. Have you ever known people who seem to bounce back no matter what type of situation they go through? Those are people who don’t give into the lies that they are destroyed for good. 

 

That’s why I like reading comeback stories. They are inspiring. They are motivating. They are examples of 2 Corinthians 4:8-9. They know that they cannot be destroyed because they have a power source on the inside that is indestructible. Our power source is the Holy Spirit and for the believer even death leads to eternal life. Trouble may be coming at you from every direction, but don’t give up on the power of Jesus that lives in you. Christ has overcome the world. Use your faith. At our weakest God is His strongest. 

 

There is nothing that can put us in a state of anguish or agony. You physical body may experience extreme stress and fatigue to the point of giving out, but your spirit is stronger than ever. That is where you need to gather your strength from. Not from you physical body, your BFF, or your family, but from the Christ that lives in you. So many things happen in life. We never know what to expect from one day to the next. But we do know that god is the same yesterday, today and forever. His power is the same today, tomorrow, and for eternity. Life isn’t always fair, but we can’t let the unfair things that happen to us cause us to lose faith in God. We have everlasting life in Christ Jesus. And because we are a part of the body, we cannot be destroyed. Our Lord is always with us.

 

Life can be a maze of problems and trying to figure out which way to go can make you feel like there is no chance of ever getting out of the hell that you are experiencing. But God has assured us that, “many are the afflictions of the righteous but the Lord will deliver us from them all.” There is always hope for the believer.

DAY 2 Nothing Has Power Over You
In the coming days, no weapon turned against you will succeed. You will silence every voice raised up to accuse you. These benefits are enjoyed by the servants of the Lord’ their vindication will come from me. I, the Lord have spoken! (LASB)Isaiah 54:17

 

I like the way this verse ends in the Life Application Study Bible, “I the Lord have spoken!” The Lord has assured us that no weapon that forms against us will succeed in destroying us. That means nothing and no one can come against you and ultimately succeed in a way that will cause you irrevocable damage. Even if you lose your home, job, or worse still someone you love, the future still is bright because the Lord your God is an ever present help in the time of trouble. There have been times in my life when people I thought were on my side turned out to be my biggest enemies. It hurt to know that they weren’t really on my side, but were rooting for my failure and in some cases even formulating ways to hurt me. But in every situation God blessed me to rise to the top. Even if it seemed that I started out sinking. You can’t keep a God-fearing believer down! And in instance the voices of accusers and gossipers was silenced. It may seem that the weapon coming against you is going to destroy you, but take heart in the word. It will not succeed. No matter how bad it looks, God will make it better. It’s not over until God says it’s over. He will bless you in such a way that they will know He is with you and His glory on your life will shut their mouths once and for all. We serve a God who cares about us. He doesn’t want us to get bogged down with trying to get back at anyone or trying to create our own weapons to fight with. He wants us to know that He’s got our backs. And because He does, that hurtful act that is being planned against may push you down and seem to get the best of you, but it cannot. Because God said it won’t. And He will vindicate you. You don’t have to. If you want to do something that gets their goat, love them. The bible says you’re heaping hot coals on their head when you do something good for your enemy. Vengeance is the Lord and there is no one who does it better than Him. Change your attitude about what you’re going through. You know something that your enemy does not. You know that what they are doing will succeed. You know that God will bless you so well that you will shut their mouths. And you know that vengeance is in God’s hands. You have the upper hand.

But we must remember that God would not instruct us to do anything that is going to destroy us. Nor will He send us anywhere that He will not be with us. God is everywhere we need Him to be whenever we need Him. Nothing is too hard for Him. Take heart in the fact that your God is the only true God. And He has ultimate authority. He created the heavens and the earth. There is nothing in the earth that He is not aware of. What you are facing is no surprise to God. The day you were born, he knew what you’d be going through today. It’s easy to give into feelings of insecurity and fear. Typically we do so because we are looking at our situation through human eyes. If we don’t have the physical strength or means to take care of the problem, then we project that weakness onto God. God is not a man. He does not have the weaknesses that we have. But make no mistake He is well aware of our feelings, emotions, and limitations. Christ Jesus experienced everything that we have experienced and He overcame it.1 Corinthians 10:13 assures us that we are not facing any new temptation. And that God will not let us be tempted beyond what we can bear and on top of that God will provide a way for us to endure. Just like Jeremiah we must take confidence in knowing that God knows what’s ahead. He knows that what we will have to endure will only be for a season and that we will come out victorious if we trust that there is nothing impossible for Him to accomplish in our lives.

DAY 5 He Has Your Back
“Contend, LORD, with those who contend with me; fight against those who fight against me.” Psalm 35:1

 

David prayed to God for justice. He was angry, hurt, and confused. Why were people trying to kill him? What had he done to deserve such horrible treatment? Often times we find ourselves in situations where we don’t understand why people are treating us the way that they are. Their actions are unfair and in some cases unjust. God does not want us to feel that we have to accept cruelty from anyone. He promises that He will protect us and deliver us from every affliction (Psalm 34:19). Cruel people cannot break you unless you allow them to. If you don’t change the way you respond to their behavior you will stress yourself out and possibly even end up sick. Do what a winner would do. Change your perception. See the cruelty behavior as a challenge, an opportunity. The opportunity to be blessed for doing something that pleases God –loving your enemy. You will experience a sense of victory over the situation when you are able to look at it without getting angry upset and distressed. These emotions are not only unhealthy; they are unproductive and ungodly as they indicate that your faith is weak in that area. Winners allow their behavior to reflect the love of God in the most difficult situations. There will be times that you will be angry. The bible even speaks of anger, “Be ye angry, and sin not: let not the sun go down upon your wrath:” Ephesians 4:26. Accept that you are angry about the situation. You may even tell God, “Lord I’m angry.” But don’t stop there. Ask Him to give you peace and guidance as to how you should deal with the problem. But do not let allow the anger to lead to vengeful or self-destructive behavior. David was in a terrible position for a time. He was hurt and angry, but he prayed to God. God came through for David, not right away as David had hoped, but in the end David reined as king. Keep the right attitude. Stay in faith. Go ahead; it’s okay to be angry. You’re bending when you’re angry. But don’t break. Don’t lose faith and do something that will derail your spiritual walk or cause more damage. Trust that God is faithful. Your deliverance is on the way. And you will reign over your circumstances!

He’d never leave me homeless or forsake me. God worked that situation out for me. He came through. Not because I was a perfect Christian who was living a perfect life, but because I am His child and His love for me is unconditional and everlasting. But even if I’d lost my home, I still would have faith in the power of god’s love. Just because we go through difficult times it doesn’t mean that we are unloved. Romans 8:34 assures us that Jesus is interceding for us in heaven. Our sins have been removed because of Jesus. Don’t let the situation you face make you believe that you have gotten so far away that God’s love cannot reach you.  He has not abandoned you and He never will-Christ never will. He died for you. There is no greater love. And there is not greater power than the one that dwells in you.

DAY 7 Wings Like An Eagle
“But they that wait upon the LORD shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint.” Isaiah 40:31

In Luke 18 verses 1-8 Jesus tells the disciples the story of a widow woman who was very persistent in her pursuit to obtain justice from a certain judge.  Jesus shared this parable with the disciples to encourage them that they should continue to pray and never give up.

What’s interesting about the judge in Luke 8 is that he was an unbeliever. The scripture said he did not fear “God or care about people”.  Many times in life we are dealing with people who could care less about our situations. Yet because they are in positions of authority, we are force to have to deal with them anyway.  As believers we should not be afraid to face these kinds of people because we have a God who can turn the cold hearts of men and give us favor in every situation. Though the judge did not grant the widow justice the first time she requested it, she did not give up and walk away without hope. Instead she returned to the judge again and again. 

There are times when it seems our request is being ignored. We pray and pray, but no answer-no results. This is not the time to tuck tail and walk away. Instead this is a time to press in—and stand firm. Because the widow woman did not give up and she was persistent in the pursuit of justice for her case, the judge granted her justice. It’s important to note that the judge did not grant the widow justice because he cared about her or because he was a man of God with compassion. The judge gave her what she wanted because she was persistent. There is power in persistence.  If an unrighteous judge can grant a petition surely our God who loves us dearly will grant our petition as well. Though it seems we are not receiving an answer from God, don’t give up. Keep praying and keep going before Him with your requests. Read Luke 18 for encouragement.  Remain faithful that you will receive justice and your petition will be granted. In the dictionary persistence is defined as "Firm or obstinate continuance in a course of action in spite of difficulty or opposition".  Whether the request is for business success; a family matter; or a health concern, stay your course of faith regardless of the difficulty you face. Keep going before God with a good attitude. He loves you and hears your cry. But you must not give up. Your faith and persistence has power! 

Calvin Coolidge the 30th president of the United States understood the principle of persistence, “Nothing in this world can take the place of persistence. Talent will not; nothing is more common than unsuccessful people with talent. Genius will not; unrewarded genius is almost a proverb. Education will not; the world is full of educated derelicts. (Joshua 1:8) Let the Holy Spirit be your guide in all that you do. Ask for guidance so that you know that the path you are taking to reach your destiny is ordained by God. Keep the words of your mouth in line with the word of God’s gospel. It will transform your life. Romans 1:16 says the Gospel is the power of God. Don’t be ashamed to declare it over your life daily.
