(John 8: 28; 11: 34-42; 12: 49; 14: 10).



 



I speak
from
Him. When you hear me speak, He is the one speaking. My voice amplifies His. I am the Lord’s amplifier and microphone.
I do not speak to impress men but to express Him.
When I speak to men, He is the one speaking! When I speak to Satan or demons, He is the one speaking. When I speak to the Father in prayer, He is the one praying through me. ‘My words’ are His words - only coming through me. The Father hears me always because He hears Him (Christ) always. I live but it is no longer I who lives. Christ is the one living in me and through me. When I am rejected or hated, He is the one that is rejected or hated. When I am hated, it is because He is hated (
John 15:18-21; 17:14
). Whatever befalls a tree befalls its branches. You cannot love the branch of a Vine if you hate the Vine. Your hatred for the Vine will be transferred to all its branches. When I am received, it is because He is received, (
Ephesians 1: 6
). I do not receive acceptance or rejection as a personal thing
(John 12: 44; 13: 20; 15: 23; Matthew 10: 40).

In the earth-days of Jesus of Nazareth, many touched him; He also touched many.
The truth is that the world is still touching Him and He is touching the world.



Any one that touches me has touched Him. Anyone I touch, He has touched. My life is inseparably joined to Christ’s. I grew out of him just as a branch grows out of a tree. This is why I am called a member of His body, of his flesh and of his bones (

There are three kinds of unity in relationships: -



A. One
-flesh unity:

Genesis 2:24; Matthew 19: 4-5; Ephesians 5:28-31
).
My oneness with Christ transcends the one-flesh unity of husbands and wives.



B
.
One-soul unity:
Soul love or unity surpasses the love of women in marriage. (
1Samuel 18:1-3; 1 Corinthians 1:10; Genesis 11:1; Ezra 3:1; Nehemiah 8:1; 2 Samuel 1: 23, 26
). This kind of unity can exist between brothers, friends, couples, members of a family, group, association, clan or tribe, etc. Yet this unity can still be destroyed (
Genesis 11: 6-8
).
My oneness with Christ is beyond the one-soul unity of covenant relationships.



C
.
One-spirit unity: This is the kind of oneness that exists between Christ and the believer (
1 Corinthians 6:17
). This unity is indestructible.
I have an indestructible union with Christ. I am one spirit with Him.
