Chapter One
You Are Worth a Lot to God
"What do you think? If a man has a hundred sheep, and one of them goes astray, does he not leave the ninety-nine and go to the mountains to seek the one that is straying?
"And if he should find it, assuredly, I say to you, he rejoices more over that sheep than over the ninety-nine that did not go astray.
"Even so it is not the will of your Father who is in heaven that one of these little ones should perish."
(Matthew 18:12,13,14)
God is rejoicing over you right now. Jesus said He doesn’t want one person to perish.
Since you asked Jesus into your heart and believed on Him —you now have eternal life:
"For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life."
(John 3:16 KJV)
I want you to think about how much God loves you. He saw you as a lost sheep. You were away from the fold, outside of God’s family. Yet, you were worth a lot to God. He had people praying for you. He sent a preacher to you. He kept working on you until you surrendered.
The best thing He did was to send Jesus, His Son, to die on a Roman cross for you. Historically, it was a bloody and gruesome death reserved for the worst convicts. Christ’s own people rejected Him as a liar or a crazy person. Jesus died a lonely, painful death—He suffered greatly so that you could be part of God’s family.
"But God demonstrates His own love toward us, in that while we were still sinners, Christ died for us."
(Romans 5:8)
Think about it. Even when you were in your sin, doing things that God hates—He saw something of value in you. He saw something worth saving. He didn’t want to throw you away, but clean you up and make you a brand new person.
I want you to get this point—you are very special. Open your Bible to Luke’s Gospel, Chapter 15. In this chapter, Jesus tells the religious leaders about God’s love for sinners. He compares the sinner to a lost sheep, a valuable lost coin, and a runaway, prodigal son who is out of relationship with his father.
In each case, great rejoicing takes place when that which was lost is found again. Oh, hallelujah! God gets excited when one of His lost ones is found! In fact, angels in heaven are throwing a party because someone of great value has been found —that’s you!
Sometimes the devil talks to you and wants you to think that you are bad or worthless or that God doesn’t love you. When you start thinking like that, get your Bible out and remember what God has said about you. You are valuable.
"I will praise You, for I am fearfully and wonderfully made...How precious also are Your thoughts to me, O God!
How great is the sum of them."
(Psalm 139:14a; 17)
Chapter Two
God Wants to Be Your Friend
"Greater love has no one than this, than to lay down one’s life for his friends. You are My friends if you do whatever I command you."
(John 15:13,14)
When you gave your life to Jesus, you became a Christian, or a Christ-follower. You didn’t "change religions," but you entered a relationship with the God of the universe. You can talk to God as a Heavenly Father; God will also talk to you. You began the most beautiful relationship in the world—you are a friend of God.
Your friendship with God will grow when you learn the way He thinks and live the way He wants you to live. The first thing you will learn about God is His holiness. He cannot live with sin. Sin is the enemy of God. That is why He wants you to learn His ways, so you can stay in close fellowship with Him.
Hear these words of Jesus:
"If anyone loves Me, he will keep My word; and My Father will love him, and We will come to him and make Our home with him."
(John 14:23)
When you accept Jesus into your heart and determine to live for Him, both the Father and the Son will make a home in your heart. In fact, Jesus is described as the "friend who sticks closer than a brother." He will be the best Friend you ever had. You can talk to Him at any time of the day or night. He will never leave nor forsake you.
God lives in your heart through the Holy Spirit. When you accepted Jesus into your heart, He entered by means of the Holy Spirit who is also known as the Holy Ghost. Just before Jesus died, He told His disciples about the Holy Spirit:
"Nevertheless I tell you the truth. It is to your advantage that I go away; for if I do not go away, the Helper will not come to you; but if I depart, I will send Him to you...
However, when He, the Spirit of truth, has come, He will guide you into all truth... "
(John 16:7,13a)
The Holy Spirit lives inside of you—in your heart. He talks to you, telling you what Jesus likes and what He hates. He will help you live right and be God’s friend.
Just think about how good and amazing God’s love is. He wanted to be our Friend so much, He created us in such a way that He can live, by His Spirit, inside of us. That tells me He wanted to be involved in every area of our lives. He wanted close fellowship.
As you grow in your friendship with God, you will grow disappointed in yourself at times. You will see that your heart is still tempted to sin. The Holy Spirit will let you know in your heart when you are about to make a wrong decision. He will convict you when you commit a sin.
Because God doesn’t want to lose you as a friend, He provided a way for you to stay in close fellowship with Him. Learn this great principle now, so you can walk close to Jesus every day:
"If we say that we have no sin, we deceive ourselves, and the truth is not in us.
If we confess our sins, He is faithful and just to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness."
(1 John 1:8,9)
When you sin, pray right away and ask God to forgive you. Tell Him you are sorry for breaking His trust and you need His help so you won’t sin in the same way again. Make this a daily practice before you lay your head down to sleep. In this way, you will continue to walk as God’s friend.
Don’t forget how special you are. God the Father, Son and Holy Ghost live in you. God will be your best friend—He is always listening for your call. When you read the Bible and pray daily, He will tell you what is right and what is wrong. By His Spirit, He will help you live holy.
Chapter Three
God Has Adopted You
"But when the fullness of the time had come, God sent forth His Son, born of a woman, born under the law, to redeem those who were under the law, that we might receive the adoption as sons.
And because you are sons, God has sent forth the Spirit of His Son into your hearts, crying out, 'Abba, Father!’
Therefore you are no longer a slave but a son, and if a son, then an heir of God through Christ."
(Galatians 4:4-7)
The more you read the Bible, the more you will discover how much God loves you, and how great a salvation He has given you. You are so special to God, He designed a plan of redemption that would allow you to be more than a friend—He wanted you as part of His family.
When Jesus walked and talked on this earth, He often referred to God as His Father—His heavenly Father. His words pictured God as an intimately involved person. When Jesus was in need, He talked to His Father. Before Jesus went to the next place of ministry, He talked to His Father. Jesus taught us to pray to the Father for every need to be met.
Because Jesus died on the cross and became a sacrifice for our sins, there is no longer a barrier of sin between you and God. This is what Jesus had in mind all along. He wanted you to call God "Father" too.
When the Bible says, "God has sent forth the Spirit of His Son into your hearts, crying out, 'Abba, Father,’" it refers to the fact that your life in Jesus has brought you into a new and wonderful relationship with God. You can call God "Daddy."
Many people today need a Heavenly Father. Sometimes earthly fathers show God’s love to their children; but often, earthly fathers are too busy for their kids—some aren’t even home. Worse yet, some fathers are abusive with their children. This is not the kind of Father Jesus introduced you to.
Your Heavenly Father has adopted you. He will feed you, clothe you, listen to you, instruct you, correct you and protect you. You have all the rights and privileges of a "son" or "daughter." Just as the verse says, you are "an heir of God through Christ." (Galatians 4:7b) Jesus taught about the care of the Heavenly Father:
"Look at the birds of the air, for they neither sow nor reap nor gather into barns; yet your heavenly Father feeds them. Are you not of more value than they?...
So why do you worry about clothing? Consider the lilies of the field, how they grow: they neither toil nor spin; and yet I say to you that even Solomon in all his glory was not arrayed like one of these.
Now if God so clothes the grass of the field, which today is, and tomorrow is thrown into the oven, will He not much more clothe you, O you of little faith?
Therefore do not worry, saying, 'What shall we eat?' or ’What shall we drink?' or 'What shall we wear?... ’
For your heavenly Father knows that you need all these things.
But seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and all these things shall be added to you."
(Matthew 6:26,28-31,32b,33)
Oh, praise God! I hope you are getting excited. God truly will supply all of your needs—He deeply cares for you. You are not alone, and you are not forgotten.
Most of us love going to our Mama’s house or apartment. That is where we feel most at home. We will put our feet up on Mama’s coffee table; we will walk right into Mama’s kitchen, open the refrigerator and take anything we want. We don’t ask Mom for a drink of water—we help ourselves. Why? Because we belong to her. She knows us—we know her.
That’s the way it is with God. He wants us to feel at home with Him. We have access to all that belongs to Him, because Jesus made us part of the family.
"And He [Jesus] came and preached peace to you who were afar off and to those who were near.
For through Him we both have access by one Spirit to the Father.
Now, therefore, you are no longer strangers and foreigners, but fellow citizens with the saints and members of the household of God."
(Ephesians 2:17-19)
Chapter Four
A Brand New You!
"Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all things have become new."
(2 Corinthians 5:17)
"Let him who stole steal no longer, but rather let him labor, working with his hands what is good, that he may have something to give him who has need."
(Ephesians 4:28)
When you asked Jesus to come live in your heart, something changed. The Bible says that you became a new person—all the old things have passed away; everything has become new.
You used to be a sinner; now you are a saint through Jesus Christ. You used to be an enemy to God; now you are His friend —through Jesus Christ. Once you were on your way to Hell; now you will live forever with God in Heaven—because of what Jesus did for you on the cross.
"How did I change?" you may ask. "I don’t look different. I have the same body. Yet, in my heart I know I’m different. I’m softer and I feel as though chains have broken off my heart. It’s as though I feel really alive for the first time."
You are describing the work of salvation. When you believed on Jesus in faith, you were saved from sin. You didn’t have to earn it or work for it—He did it!
"For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the gift of God, not of works, lest anyone should boast."
(Ephesians 2:8,9)
Your sins once made you "dead" to God. You had no spiritual life because of your separation from God. Yet,
"...you He made alive, who were dead in trespasses and sins."
(Ephesians 2:1)
Even though your heart is brand new and freed from the bondage of sin, you must learn to live your life God’s way now. The only way you can learn is to read the Bible and ask God to show you the way to change.
The Bible talks about making a conscious effort to put away the old life:
"But now you yourselves are to put off all these: anger, wrath, malice, blasphemy, filthy language out of your mouth. Do not lie to one another, since you have put off the old man with his deeds, and have put on the new man...
Therefore, as the elect of God, holy and beloved, put on tender mercies, kindness, humility, meekness, longsuffering... "
(Colossians 3:8-9,10a, 12)
Every new Christian has a lot to learn. It is very important to read the Bible every day. Some people read it when they get up in the morning and before they go to bed. Others make a special quiet time each day to read the Bible. However you choose, make time each day to read God’s Word and find out how He wants you to change.
When you start reading the Bible, you may get a little discouraged. You will see so many areas that will need change in your life. You will feel that the job is too difficult.
That is why you must also pray every day. Ask God to help you change areas of your life. Ask Him for self-control. Thank Him for saving you and making you a new creation. Your daily communion with God will give you strength to keep on growing as a righteous person.
Jesus gave a pattern for praying in Matthew 6:9-13. He said,
"In this manner, therefore, pray:
"Our Father in heaven, [remember you are in God’s family]
"Hallowed be Your name [worship God—tell Him He is worthy of praise]
"Your kingdom come. Your will be done on earth as it is in heaven [realize that all your desires must be placed in submission to His will]
"Give us this day our daily bread, [ask God for your needs to be met]
"And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors, [remember to daily ask forgiveness of sins]
"And do not lead us into temptation, but deliver us from the evil one. [ask God to help you live holy, and keep you from the evil one]
"For Yours is the kingdom and the power and the glory forever. Amen." [End your prayer with worship]
You are a brand new creation. Everything is changed—you are even eating brand new food. You used to take in all kinds of movies and television programs. That is junk food and it makes you spiritually sick. Now you are feeding on the Word of God— the Bible. It will help you grow up strong and stable as a Christian.
When you read the Bible and pray every day, you will begin to succeed in life as never before. God makes your way to prosper.
"Blessed is the man who walks not in the counsel of the ungodly, nor stands in the path of sinners, nor sits in the seat of the scornful; But his delight is in the law of the Lord and in His law he meditates day and night.
"He shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of water,
That brings forth its fruit in its season,
Whose leaf also shall not wither; And whatsoever he does shall prosper."
(Psalm 1:1-3)
Take time to read the Bible and pray. Study the word and hide it in your heart. Allow the Holy Spirit to help you change according to the Word of God. When you do, your life will begin to change and you will begin to prosper in ways you never believed possible.
Do not become discouraged if the changes are slow.
Remember, you are already a new creature in Christ because of salvation. As you remain faithful in praying and reading the Bible, soon others will begin to notice a brand new you!
Chapter Five
Welcome to the Family!
I am thrilled to be the first to welcome you to the family of God! Whether you like it or not, you are my relative; I am your brother. We are related through the bloodline—through the precious blood of Jesus Christ that was shed on the cross of Calvary:
"knowing that you were not redeemed with corruptible things, like silver or gold...but with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot."
(1 Peter 1:18a,19)
You may not be aware of it, but God has chosen you before the beginning of the world to be part of His family. He intended His earthly family to represent Him on this earth. God chose you and me so that our lives could show the truth of His love to others.
One thing that convinces people that Jesus is alive is the beautiful love they have for others.
"Since you have purified your souls in obeying the truth through the Spirit in sincere love of the brethren, love one another fervently with a pure heart, having been born again... "
(1 Peter 1:22,23a)
Jesus gave a name to this family. He called it the Church. The word "church” comes from a Greek word that means "called out ones." You and I have been called out of the world, called out of our sin, and called out of bondage to the devil. Aren’t you glad that God called you out?
One of the purposes of the Church is to worship God. The Church comes together as a family to praise God and thank Him for calling them out of bondage:
"you also, as living stones, are being built up a spiritual house, a holy priesthood, to offer up spiritual sacrifices acceptable to God through Jesus Christ."
(1 Peter 2:5)
"...I will declare Your name to My brethren; In the midst of the assembly I will sing praise to You."
(Hebrews 2:12b)
Another purpose of the Church is to instruct new believers in the Word of God. God appointed pastors and teachers to govern the Church and to teach His people the truth so that they could grow stronger.
"And He Himself [Jesus] gave some to be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, and some pastors and teachers,
"for the equipping of the saints for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ...
"that we should no longer be children, tossed to and fro and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the trickery of men, in the cunning craftiness of deceitful plotting."
(Ephesians 4:11,12,14)
Beloved friend, one of the first things you must do as a child of God is find a church home. You will have many to visit— many to pray about. Yet this one thing I know, if you earnestly seek God about placing you with a good church, He will lead you to just the right one. He wants you to be in church more than you want to be there.
"And let us consider one another in order to stir up love and good works, not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as is the manner of some, but exhorting one another, and so much the more as you see the Day approaching."
(Hebrews 10:24,25)
The following is a list of things to consider in finding a church home:
1. Does the church have a pastor who preaches the Bible as the only authority for your life?
2. Does the church have Bible classes where I can be taught regularly? Are there classes for my children?
3. Does the congregation have a free worship of God? Are people willing to raise their hands in worship to God?
4. Does the pastor encourage each believer to win souls and pray for missions?
5. Does the pastor encourage the congregation to seek the Baptism of the Holy Ghost and the gifts of the Holy Spirit?
6. Does this church welcome anyone to worship with them, regardless of race or social status?
7. Is this a church I would enjoy attending weekly, and could make a part of my regular schedule?
8. Is God impressing me that this is the right church?
Keep in mind, there are no perfect people and no perfect churches. If you find a church that has a lot of the important things a church should have, keep attending until God indicates a change. Do not base your attendance on how people treat you, or if you feel comfortable. Most new experiences take some time getting used to. But when you are faithful, God will place you in a church that feels like "home."
Once you have found that church, attend it faithfully. Pay your tithes there. Be at every possible service. Be active in the work of the Lord. You will grow stronger each week. If you have questions or a problem, go to the pastor. He will help you in your new walk with God.
A third purpose for the Church is to win souls to Jesus Christ. Once you have learned and have grown, God will begin to use you in evangelism. Sometimes churches will have outreach programs to the inner city. Others will take mission teams to other countries. Find a place where you can be active in the Lord’s work.
Let me be honest. The enemy of your soul does not want you to succeed. He will put every excuse in your head to stay away from church. Recognize who is talking to your mind. The enemy does not want you to grow in faith. He does not want you to be a soul winner. Don’t be afraid when he tries to discourage you. Jesus spoke with great confidence about the church.
"...and on this rock I will build My church, and the gates of Hades shall not prevail against it.
"And I will give you the keys of the kingdom of heaven, and whatever you bind on earth will be bound in heaven, and whatever you loose on earth will be loosed in heaven."
(Matthew 16:18,19)
Welcome to the family!
Chapter Six
He Gives You the Power!
One of the first things a new Christian learns is how easy it is to go back to old habits. Even though you have been freed from the curse and bondage of sin, your old nature will still show its ugly head from time to time.
You may be tempted to sin; or the devil may plague you with guilt over the past. Some Christians are fearful of telling others about Jesus, because they are afraid they will do some terrible thing that will bring dishonor to Christ.
You will soon realize that you cannot live this Christian life in your own strength. You will need a power that comes from God living in you. Jesus promised His disciples power. He told them when the Holy Spirit came "upon" them, they would receive power.
At the time you accepted Jesus, the Holy Spirit entered your heart. He lives with you at all times. The Bible speaks of a power that the Holy Spirit gives for service, that is an experience called the baptism in the Holy Spirit.
John the Baptist spoke about this kind of baptism:
"I indeed baptize you with water unto repentance, but He who is coming after me is mightier than I, whose sandals I am not worthy to carry. He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire."
(Matthew 3:11)
When John speaks of Jesus baptizing with the Holy Spirit and fire, he is referring to the cleansing work of the Holy Ghost. When you pray to receive the baptism of the Holy Ghost, He will be released in a more powerful way to help you live holy before God.
Jesus told His disciples about another important gift that comes with the baptism of the Holy Ghost—power:
"But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth."
(Acts 1:8)
This is the secret to our Christian walk. When you pray, ask God to pour out His Spirit upon you in full measure. Tell Him you want to be immersed in the Holy Ghost. You want to have the power to lead others to Christ—to be a bold witness.
When the disciples were baptized in the Holy Ghost, they knew it! God gave them an outward sign that something spectacular had happened on the inside:
"And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance."
(Acts 2:4)
As the disciples prayed in full openness to God, the Holy Spirit spoke through them miraculously. They knew they had received the promise of the Father. You will know that you have been baptized in the Holy Spirit when you speak in tongues.
Later on in the book of Acts, when Paul took a missionary journey, he found some believers who had not heard of the baptism of the Holy Ghost. Paul knew they needed it right away.
"And when Paul had laid hands on them, the Holy Spirit came upon them, and they spoke with tongues and prophesied."
(Acts 19:6)
Some people believe that this experience does not exist for the believer today. They will teach that you do not need it. Some may even say it is of the devil. Do not believe what man says to you; base what you believe on the Bible.
Consider what Peter said when he received the baptism of the Holy Spirit:
"Then Peter said to them, 'Repent, and let every one of you be baptized in the name of Jesus Christ for the remission of sins; and you shall receive the gift of the Holy Spirit.
"’For the promise is to you and to your children, and to all who are afar off, as many as the Lord our God will call.’"
(Acts 2:38,39)
If you pray once and do not have the experience of speaking in tongues, should you give up? No! Sometimes we must pray earnestly for a while, blocking out all distractions. Often, the baptism of the Holy Ghost comes when a person opens their heart to God and begins to worship the Lord. You can receive the baptism in your living room—God will baptize you in the Holy Ghost.
"If you then, being evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to those who ask Him! "
(Luke 11:13)
Remember, you are going to need a reservoir of power to live for God and be His witness on a daily basis. Pray every day to receive the baptism—then pray every day in the Holy Spirit. This is how you are strengthened on the inside:
"But you, beloved, building yourselves up on your most holy faith, praying in the Holy Spirit... "
(Jude 20)
Oh, hallelujah! God has given us a great salvation. He looked on you and me and saw something of value. He paid a great price to save us—and He adopted us into His family. God loved us so much that He was willing to give all that He had to see you and me succeed. The wonder is, He saw our full potential—He knew we could be used to win others to Jesus. God believes in you—He believes in me.
It may seem that we have a great task ahead of us; we do. Yet, be encouraged. When God gives you a job description, He also gives you the power to accomplish that job. Before you undertake anything for the Lord—be baptized in the Holy Ghost. Pray until you speak in tongues—let the Holy Ghost take you captive. The Word of God guarantees, when the Holy Spirit comes upon you, YOU SHALL RECEIVE POWER.
Chapter Seven
You’ve Got Work to Do!
God has placed great value in you. When He sent His Son Jesus to the cross, He had a great redemption plan in mind. Not only would He forgive your sins, but He would clean you up, too! God desired to put a new heart in you and make you a brand new person. He desired that you would learn His ways and become more like Him every day. Ultimately, He is longing to see you in Heaven some day soon where you will live forever with Him.
His redemption plan was very thorough. He was able, through the death and resurrection of Jesus, to turn you completely around. Now, instead of living for the devil, you are living for Jesus—and you will bring others to Heaven with you.
I never cease to be amazed at how wonderful God is. Recently I met some of my old high school buddies. We were at our 50th high school reunion. When some of my buddies asked what I was doing, I told them that I have been preaching the Gospel of Jesus Christ for over 50 years.
Their reaction was one of shock: "YOU, SHAMMY? You were the worst one of the bunch!"
They weren’t just kidding. I was the worst. But, oh, how grateful I am to God. He took the worst one of the bunch, saved me and so radically changed me that I am able to lead others to Jesus. God doesn’t choose you because you are good or smart— He chooses you because you have a great job to do.
This is what Jesus told His disciples:
"Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, "teaching them to observe all things that I have commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age."
(Matthew 28:19,20)
God surely knows how to get a good return on His investment! He will use everything He has taught you to bring even more people to Heaven.
Your job description is easy. As you learn about Jesus, you teach others what you have learned. You won’t have to worry about what you will say—He said He would always be with you. Earlier in the Bible He gave His disciples a similar promise:
"...do not worry about how or what you should speak.
For it will be given to you in that hour what you should speak."
(Matthew 10:19)
You can believe that God never intended for you to sit still. He wants you to be active for Him. Some people are good at preaching; others can sing well. Some love to cook and clean— they can visit the sick or elderly and be a real help to them. Many love working with children or young people. You know that there will never be a shortage of people who need Jesus.
Jesus told His disciples they were chosen to be active for Him. He referred to their work as "bearing fruit."
"You did not choose Me, but I chose you and appointed you that you should go and bear fruit, and that your fruit should remain, that whatever you ask the Father in My name He may give you."
(John 15:16)
God will begin to speak to your heart about how you can be busy for Him. He will use all of your gifts and talents to win others to Christ, if you allow Him.
Jesus also told His disciples something very important. If they were to bear fruit—and keep doing His work—they would need spiritual strength.
"I am the true vine, and My Father is the vinedresser...
"Abide in Me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, unless it abides in the vine, neither can you, unless you abide in Me."
(John 15:1,4)
All the lessons you learn as you grow up in Jesus will help you bear fruit in the future. When you pray every day, you are abiding in Jesus. As you read the Bible daily, you are abiding in Jesus. Not only are you learning more facts, but you are learning to allow Jesus to govern your life. This is very important when you start working for Him. You must do exactly as He instructs you.
I hope you are excited about serving Jesus. There is no greater privilege—and no greater wonder. What a joy it is to think the great God of the universe can use someone like me in His master plan! You are chosen for a reason. Get busy—you’ve got work to do.
And remember, you are one in a million!
Chapter Eight
You Will Make It!
I have given you quite a bit to digest and to put into practice; but of this one thing I am certain—YOU WILL MAKE IT! If you are careful to do all that you have been instructed to do, God will see to it that you succeed as a Christian.
Remember the instructions you have received:
1. Read your Bible every day.
2. Pray and worship God daily.
3. Regularly ask God to forgive you of your sins and to help you grow in your faith walk.
4. Find a church home and be active in it.
5. Ask God to baptize you with the Holy Ghost until you speak in tongues. Then pray in tongues every day.
6. Tell others about Jesus. Become a soul winner.
I am so happy you have decided to follow Jesus. In a few months or years, I believe you will be writing to me telling me of all the miracles God is performing in your life. You will be telling me about family members you have brought to Jesus. What an exciting walk of faith you have begun!
Remember that Sister Schambach and I, along with my entire ministry team, are praying for you often. We believe in you. You are God’s child. You are family. YOU ARE ONE IN A MILLION.
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Rev. Schambach is a frequent television guest on the Trinity Broadcasting Network with Paul and Jan Crouch, and produces his own weekly telecast. His radio program, “The Voice of Power,” is broadcast daily throughout the United States and in 120 countries worldwide.
Despite graduating from seminary and having various degrees conferred upon him, he is known simply as “Brother” Schambach to those to whom he ministers. Brother Schambach has tremendous compassion for people, often laying hands on hundreds of people, praying for them one at a time long after his services have ended.
Missions is an important part of the Schambach ministry. In addition to helping build and provide ongoing support to an orphanage in Indonesia, the Schambach ministry has sponsored massive feeding programs in Haiti, disaster relief in Mexico and housing for Afghanistan refugees in Southeast Asia.
Rev. Schambach has personally conducted major open air crusades and meetings in several overseas countries, attracting some of the largest crowds ever assembled in the history of some nations. He preached to 50,000 each night in Georgetown, Guyana, where 25,000 made decisions for Christ and thousands more were healed and delivered through prayer.
Rev. Schambach ministered in Nigeria in 1981, preaching to capacity crowds in four major cities. Two years later, he held four days of services in a government-owned square in Laos, and 25,000 came to Christ.
In 1986, Rev. Schambach conducted a series of meetings through the West Indies. Crusades were conducted in Trinidad, Tobago, Grenada, Nevis, St. Kitts, Antigua and Puerto Rico attracting record crowds. In St. Kitts, authorities said the Schambach meeting had a much larger audience than Queen Elizabeth on her visit the previous year.
International headquarters for Schambach Revivals is located in Tyler, Texas. The ministry provides a 24-hour Power Phone, receiving calls from people requesting prayer for salvation, healing or other needs. POWERLINE Magazine, published quarterly, is sent out to thousands of homes. Thousands of Rev. Schambach’s sermons on video and audio cassettes and in book form are distributed each year.
