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   What is a Pearlable? They are words of wisdom or truth that I like to call Pearlables because they remind me of how pearls are formed.  Pearls are formed by an irritant or parasite that intrudes the oyster.  The oyster uses what is in itself to combat the negative effect of the intruder.  The oyster begins to wrap the irritant with nacre over and over again until there are no remnants of the irritant remaining---only a beautiful pearl. 
 
    
 
   Pearlables can be used to attack the irritants in your life.  You use the Pearlable like the oyster uses its nacre. Take the Pearlable and think about it during the day, or say it, to transform any irritating negative intrusive thought into beautiful thoughts and words.  You can read one Pearlable each day or all of them in one day—you decide!
 
    
 
   Every Pearlable in this short book might not click for you right now, and that is okay. Some Pearlables are more inspirational and encouraging, while other Pearlables are more of a directive to give you a little push when you need it. Find the Pearlable that clicks for you in the moment you are in now! Ultimately, the Pearlable should be meaningful for you! Enjoy and be blessed!!
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    	  The “P” in God's promises are way bigger than the “p” in any problems. 
 
   
 
   Never let the problems of your life beat up your promises. Problems can be real bullies, but your promises are not wimps!
 
    
 
    
    	  I won't let my problems imprison my promises.  
 
   
 
   Your promises are your liberators. They are designed to free you from the imprisonment of your problems.
 
    
 
    
    	  I won't underestimate the resourcefulness of God.  
 
   
 
   God is the creator of the Universe! He has infinite possibilities that He could choose, or even create, to help you in any situation.
 
    
 
    
    	  Every promise has a corresponding provision.  
 
   
 
   When you trust the promises of God, then you are assured that He has already made a reliable provision.  The provision is more than adequate to support the promise. 
 
    
 
    
    	  I will never let a temporary situation cause me to make a wrong, permanent decision.  
 
   
 
   Please don’t!! When you are facing a challenging situation, it can be easy to lose focus ---this too shall pass! Let your choice be appropriate for the challenge you are facing.  Don’t go overboard---literally or figuratively!
 
    
 
    
    	  God is the source for my solution.
 
   
 
   God is the source! He already knows the solution for what you are facing. Nothing is a surprise to Him---ever!!  Seek God and you’ll find your solution.
 
    
 
    
    	  Is the problem how I perceive the problem?
 
   
 
   Your perception dictates how you proceed.  Perceive the problem correctly, and you can proceed correctly.
 
    
 
    
    	  My promotion is disguised as my problem.
 
   
 
   Your problem could be your next promotion.  If it is a problem for you, then chances are that it is a problem for someone else. So, if you pursue the problem to fix it then someone (or a lot of some ones) will pursue you for your solution.
 
    
 
    
    	  My progress and promotion are in my problem; I just have to change my perspective.
 
   
 
   See 7 and 8.
 
    
 
    
    	  Change my position, and I'll change my perspective.
 
   
 
   Sometimes all you have to do is change your position or your location slightly and you will have a whole new experience; thus new possibilities.
 
    
 
    
    	  I have to fight for what I want.
 
   
 
   Don’t give up on yourself, your dreams, your family, your friends, or whatever it is that you want! Some things (and people) are worth fighting for! It is worth the sweat, tears, sacrifice, and pain!
 
    
 
    
    	  I won’t fight the wrong enemy.
 
   
 
   Don’t waste your time and valuable resources fighting the wrong enemy. Take some time to identify the real enemy.
 
    
 
    
    	  I will hold on to my promises.
 
   
 
   You have some God given promises. It is your responsibility to secure and utilize the promises that are available to you.
 
    
 
    
    	  The more spiritually mature I am, the more adept I am with identifying my true enemy.
 
   
 
   Your true enemy is never another person. It is an evil influence on that person. It may not be a physical entity so you must be astute to recognize your true enemy properly.
 
    
 
    
    	  Ask God for help. 
 
   
 
   God is a loving father, and he is always willing to help you! Seek God for wisdom, assistance, guidance, and anything else you need.
 
    
 
    
    	  I will listen to God and then act on what I've heard.
 
   
 
   Often you have to get quiet and alone to hear from God. He will speak to you in your thoughts. Always be open and ready to act upon what you hear from Him.
 
    
 
    
    	  God never fails and if I obey him; I won’t fail either.
 
   
 
   If you obey God, you will never fail! God is not a loser; only winners follow and obey Him. 
 
    
 
    
    	  What I don’t know might be hurting me.
 
   
 
   Make it a habit to be well informed about what affects you and your family.  Use the information to plan and prepare.
 
    
 
    
    	  Be knowledgeable.
 
   
 
   Learn something new!  Be inquisitive! Expand you knowledge base! Talk to other people and find out what they know.
 
    
 
    
    	  Desperate people are dangerous people.
 
   
 
   Be careful of desperate people.  Their desperation can blind to the needs of others.  They are so focused on getting what they want until they can intentionally or unintentionally hurt others.
 
    
 
    
    	  Don’t do it alone; it only leads to frustration and stagnation.
 
   
 
   If you are struggling --- get some help! There is strength in numbers. It is easier to break a single twig than it is a bundle of twigs.
 
    
 
    
    	  Get the vision, live the vision.
 
   
 
   God has a grand vision for you. Understand the vision for your life and live out the vision!
 
    
 
    
    	  I will not be a damsel in distress—I will not see myself as a victim.
 
   
 
   Don’t be a victim! Stand up for yourself! Think for yourself! Use your power!
 
    
 
    
    	  I may need a plan and a partner, but not someone to rescue me. 
 
   
 
   Stop looking for someone else to be your hero! Be your own hero!
 
    
 
    
    	  I will get out of debt!
 
   
 
   Try not to owe anyone anything. Spend within your limit. Don’t make promises you can’t keep.
 
    
 
    
    	  I will not let people waste my time and I will not waste people’s time.
 
   
 
   Don’t create unnecessary drama.  Don’t let people drag you into their unnecessary drama.
 
    
 
    
    	  I will not get offended; it is a distraction.
 
   
 
   Develop some thick skin; if you don’t, you will be too transparent and certain people will always be tempted to push your buttons. This causes a distraction because you will spend too much of your time focused on warding off the “button pushers.”
 
    
 
    
    	  I will make desperation work for me and not against me.
 
   
 
                 Desperation can cause you to be open to options that you might not otherwise consider; so, make sure you chose carefully! Choose options that make you better and lead to positive change.
 
    
 
    
    	  My desperation will lead me to my deliverance.
 
   
 
   In most cases, a really desperate person is a humble person. Humbleness is a vulnerable state, but it can be transformational too; if you allow yourself to get help, learn, and grow.
 
    
 
    
    	  I will not play the blame game.
 
   
 
   Losers play the blame game. Take ownership for whatever is happening in your life---this is a position of strength not ignorance.
 
    
 
    
    	  I will take ownership for my predicament.  
 
   
 
   This is the first step toward using your inner power. 
 
    
 
    
    	  I am empowered to take responsibility for my life. 
 
   
 
   Don’t believe that you are incapable of taking responsibility for your own actions (if you are reading this book, you are more than capable). Don’t try and push the responsibility of living your own life off on anyone else. Make the right decisions for your life!
 
    
 
    
    	  If I don’t like my life, I can change it!  
 
   
 
   Change starts with you making the decision to change! The steps to take and the resources will come once you make a decision to commit to change.
 
    
 
    
    	Only I can change my life.  
 
   
 
   You are the only one who can make a permanent change in your life---one else---only you!
 
    
 
    
    	  I don’t have to have all the answers.  
 
   
 
   Don't let not having all the answers become your excuse for not pursuing what you need or want.
 
    
 
    
    	  Seek the answers. 
 
   
 
   If you don’t have the answers you are looking for; keep looking.  You will find the answer or someone will give you an answer, but you have to be actively seeking it.
 
    
 
    
    	  Pray before you proceed. 
 
   
 
   Always ask God for help, insight, and guidance before you start anything new. By doing this you are acknowledging God's sovereignty; you are inviting the One Who Knows All into your plans.
 
    
 
    
    	  Make a decision.  
 
   
 
   Stop stalling!  Even after you have prayed and patterned with others you still have to make a decision.  Make the best decision you can and believe it will work out for your good. You will feel better once you make a decision.
 
    
 
    
    	  I am not a victim! 
 
   
 
   You are not a victim so stop acting like one. Take charge of your life.
 
    
 
    
    	  I am not alone.  
 
   
 
   Even when you feel lonely remember there are billions of people in this world. You are not the only one having this life experience. Reach out to someone and someone will reach back.
 
    
 
    
    	  I will take the necessary steps to make the change I want to happen.  
 
   
 
   You have to start somewhere. Don't be disappointed if it is a small start.  The important thing is to move in the direction of the change you want even, if it is incremental.
 
    
 
    
    	  Everyone experiences disappointments in life.  
 
   
 
   We have all experienced disappointments in life and survived. A disappointment may be a delay but not necessarily a denial.
 
    
 
    
    	  How I respond to disappointments is very crucial.  
 
   
 
   You have to guard against becoming despondent due to disappointment.  Despondency can blind you to the potential opportunities; like opportunities for growth, positive change, or a new idea.
 
    
 
    
    	  Life happens to everyone that is alive. 
 
   
 
   Whatever you are currently experiencing chances are someone else has already experienced it.  Certainly someone else is going through the same experience now or a similar one.  The point is to not feel sorry for yourself and get through it!
 
    
 
    
    	  I will focus on my thoughts more than things.  
 
   
 
   Spend more time working on developing the right thought patterns and acquiring more knowledge. As a result, the right things will show up.
 
    
 
    
    	  I am not powerless.  
 
   
 
   You can move mountains! Read Matthews 21:21.
 
    
 
    
    	  You are more powerful than you know.  
 
   
 
   You are created in the image of God! The Creator has granted you certain rights, privileges, and powers as a Believer. He has equipped you to be an overcomer in every facet of your life.
 
    
 
    
    	  My thoughts are very powerful; they either work for me or against me. 
 
   
 
   What you think about yourself you become. What you think about consistently will show up eventually.
 
    
 
    
    	  The deception is that I am alone and isolated. 
 
   
 
   This is a potentially fatal deception. The truth is you are never alone and should never isolate yourself from God and those He would use to help comfort you.
 
    
 
    
    	  Don’t doubt the Word of God! 
 
   
 
   The Word of God is always true and, it never fails---always believe God's Word.
 
    
 
    
    	  When I focus too long on the past, I get stuck.  
 
   
 
   Let it go! You can't live a successful, forward moving, life while consistently looking back at past. 
 
    
 
    
    	  Being stuck prevents me from moving forward.  
 
   
 
   Need I say more! If you are stuck, you are not moving -- you are not progressing.
 
    
 
    
    	There is no sustained power in the past.  
 
   
 
   You can use past achievements to get ideas or motivate you for future achievements. Real power that leads to action for change and progression can only take place in the present.
 
    
 
    
    	  You can’t change the past; you can only relive it in your mind.  
 
   
 
   You have no power to change the past. You don't have to relive the past. Resist the urge to replay the scene of the past in your mind; instead use that energy to see and work towards your new future.
 
    
 
    
    	  There is tremendous power in the present. 
 
   
 
   There is no time like the present to work towards the successful life you want in the future.
 
    
 
    
    	  Don’t be held hostage by something that no longer exists.  
 
   
 
   Your past is not powerful enough to hold you hostage. The power of your past is vanishing vapors! 
 
    
 
    
    	  Let the past go; so you can move on.  
 
   
 
   You can’t move forward successfully holding on to your past-- let it go and move forward!
 
    
 
    
    	  Don’t let anyone hold you back.  
 
   
 
   Decide that you will not be held back by anyone for any reason. Life is a forward moving force!
 
    
 
    
    	  No one can make you dwell on the past. 
 
   
 
   Control your own thoughts and actions! Make your own decisions!
 
    
 
    
    	  The past is a reference point along the highway of your life's journey. 
 
   
 
   It is necessary to reflect on the past sometimes. Reflecting on past accomplishments, milestones, and joyous occasions can be fun, and give cause for gratitude. Also, reflecting on past challenges can be useful to review lessons learned but don't ever stay there too long.
 
    
 
    
    	  Don’t let your past limit you.  
 
   
 
   Don't let your past blind you to your future best self. You don't have to let your past define you. 
 
    
 
    
    	  There is a redemptive quality about each new day.
 
   
 
   Every day presents new opportunities to be better and do better.  Think of each new day as a chance for a fresh start. Every day is an opportunity to move forward in some aspect; even, if it is measured in inches.
 
    
 
    
    	  At any moment, you can decide to change for the better. 
 
   
 
   Change starts as a thought in your mind; it is an internal job. Therefore, the moment, you decide to change; the process for change has actually begun, but it is only the start!
 
    
 
    
    	  Believe that your best days are ahead of you. 
 
   
 
   You have to believe that your best days are still ahead of you in order for it to be so. What a terrible existence, if you believe otherwise!

    	  Don't ever deviate from God's plan.

    	  Don’t waste or misplace your talent.  
 
   
 
   Isn't it painful to observe a naturally gifted person not using or under-utilizing their gift?  Just imagine how God must feel! Each of us was given a gift for a reason, and it is our responsibility to find the reason.
 
    
 
    
    	  God is not wasteful! He is resourceful.

   It is a good exercise to make a list of all of your talents, skills, accomplishments, etc.  Then offer gratitude for all you have!!
 
    
 
    
    	     Don’t lose focus on what you have, while pursuing what you want. 
 
   
 
   It's easy sometimes to take for granted what you already have while pursuing what you want. Be mindful that gratitude is the gateway for receiving more blessing in your life.
 
    
 
    
    	  Watch your thoughts. 
 
   
 
   Your thoughts are an indicator of where you are headed. So, just like you would keep your eyes on the road while driving; you want to watch your thoughts because you will move in the direction of your predominate thoughts. 
 
    
 
    
    	  What I focus on mentally grows in strength.  
 
   
 
   What you focus on, you give energy to. If you don’t like the thought don’t allow it to stick around—pluck it out!
 
    
 
    
    	  God's plans never fail.  
 
   
 
   God is the Master Strategic Planner! He knows everything! Our own plans and the plans of other will often fail. God plans have a 100% guarantee for success!
 
    
 
    
    	   I am bold! 
 
   
 
   Be bold! Speak up, share what you have to offer, ask for what you want. Be the beauty you were created to be!
 
    
 
    
    	  I can have what I think and believe; if I work for it! 
 
   
 
   A way is made for those who are willing to make it! You can’t wait for others to believe in you or believe with you.  If you thought of it and you can see yourself with it; no one but GOD can deny you! 
 
    
 
    
    	   I will rehearse my successes not my failures.  
 
   
 
   Don’t let your failures hold you down. You were made to stand erect; to stand tall. Learn from the failure and move on.  Don’t dwell on the failure instead repeat in your mind the success that will surely come, if you keep getting up! 
 
    
 
    
    	  My thoughts are the seeds of my life.
 
   
 
   The thoughts that stuck around in your mind are like seeds. Thoughts will produce after their own kind. The fruits of your thoughts are your actions.  
 
    
 
    
    	  Only I can control my thoughts. 
 
   
 
   No one can enter your mind and make your thoughts behave without your permission. You are the only one who has full unobstructed access to your thoughts. You control your thought and no one else. 
 
    
 
    
    	  Don't focus on things; focus on your thoughts! 
 
   
 
   Your thoughts are more powerful than things. Your thoughts are so powerful that they are capable of attracting, like a power magnet, the things you want! So, you should invest more of your energy on your thoughts and corresponding actions.
 
    
 
    
    	  Change is inevitable.  
 
   
 
   Change is part of the human experience. You can’t stop it. Change is inevitable and rightfully so because your life is designed to be a progressive flow. 
 
    
 
    
    	  I will ask for what I want.  
 
   
 
   This is your God given right! You have the right to ask for any and everything that you want or need. No one can take that away from you; you have to relinquish it.  The power is in the asking.  If you don’t get it –ask for it again.  It may not come the way you expected, but it certainly won’t come if you never ask for it.
 
    
 
    
    	  Use what you got to get what you want.
 
   
 
   You have something to work with; some gift, talent, or skill.  Use it to get what you want.  Stop being lazy and accepting excuses.  Get to work and get want you want by using what you already have available to you.
 
    
 
    
    	  God's mandate has always been to increase.
 
   
 
    If you doubt it, just look at nature.  All of nature is created for increase; to produce and keep producing season after season.  You were made for increase too. Your thoughts, words, and actions are basic human functions and yet they are not singular in nature.  You don’t have just one thought; you don’t say one word in the course of a day, and you don’t just complete one action in the course of a day.   You perform these basic functions multiple times throughout the day with increasing proficiency from infancy to adulthood.

    	  Seek a permanent solution instead of a temporary fix. 
 
   
 
   Who wants to keep going around the same mountain again and again?! Solve the problem! Get a permanent solution and stop wasting valuable time, energy, and other resources with temporary inefficient fixes. Usually it only gets worst the longer a problematic situation lingers which in turn will cost you more (and not just financially).
 
    
 
    
    	  Go with the temporary fix until you find a permanent solution. 
 
   
 
   Okay, sometimes you have to go with a temporary fix until you are able to find or afford (again, not just financially) the permanent solution. But don't accept the temporary fix as a long term permanent fix---it is only a fix, not a solution.
 
    
 
    
    	  My own thinking is too finite to relegate the mind or hand of God. 
 
   
 
   You can’t out think God! He is infinitely more knowledgeable than you.  Invite God into your daily thought processes. Ask God to give you wisdom. Ask Him to give you a plan.  Ask Him to help you to think right.  If you ask Him and believe, He will do it!
 
    
 
    
    	  Your thoughts plus your spoken words and directed action create your reality.  
 
   
 
   Your thoughts, words, and actions must all be aligned to manifest what is real in you. You have to see it and feel it before anyone else will. 
 
    
 
    
    	   Your words are by-products of your thoughts.
 
   
 
   As you think, you will eventually speak.  If you want to change what you are saying; you have to first change what you are thinking.
 
    
 
    
    	  Don't allow the difficulties of life to destroy your dreams.
