Introduction
 WHAT ARE DECREES?
IN THE WORD we read about declarations, judgments, and decrees. These are not interchangeable words for the same thing. They are unique and distinct.
The word declare comes from the Hebrew achvah meaning “to make known” and “to set forth details and information.” In the Old Testament it is used as “to give a full account of or an explanation for.” So when we make declarations, we are making something known or making an account of something. There is a good practical example of this when you travel internationally because part of the customs and immigration card you fill out is the “Declaration.” The customs agents ask you, “Do you have anything to declare?” What they are looking for is an account of the items you are traveling with, specifically if you have fruit or weapons or money that you need to “account for.”
Decrees are the vehicle through which truths in the spiritual realm become tangible realities in the natural realm.



The distinction is that when we make declarations in the spirit realm, we are making an announcement of the things we already possess, the things that we are carrying with us and are already enjoying. By contrast, “decrees” are the vehicle through which truths in the spiritual realm, which are not yet our everyday experience, become tangible realities in the natural realm.
The Hebrew word mishpat, or “ judgment,” refers to the specific act of deciding a case or controversy and the procedures for rendering vindication and justice. This is a legal reference, and we see it in our court system today. People take each other to court and ask the judge to issue a judgment. They are asking for the judge to make a decision on the facts and to render a decision, a judgment, as to the outcome. It also includes the process and procedure that the plaintiff, defendant, attorneys, witnesses, and the judge must follow in order to avoid a mistrial. We know from Scripture that God the Father sits as our judge and that there is a procedure for Him to render judgments in our favor, and that procedure begins with our repentance.
Decrees are a tool for the fulfillment of Matthew 6:10, where Jesus teaches us to pray “Thy kingdom come, thy will be done in earth as it is in heaven.”



By contrast, the word decree is a much different, much bigger word. Decrees are a tool for the fulfillment of Matthew 6:10, where in the Lord’s Prayer Jesus teaches us to pray “Thy kingdom come, thy will be done in earth as it is in heaven.”
DISCOVERING DECREES
I was first introduced to decrees when I was given a “decree for finance,” but being unfamiliar with decrees, I was reading it without an expectation for anything to happen. What got my attention was when my finances began to radically change.
At first, the money I had seemed to go further than made sense. For instance, at the end of the month I had paid out more dollars while having more money left over than I should have had given the amount of income that had come in. It also seemed as though sales and discounts were following me everywhere—and not just for random things at the mall or in the grocery store, but also for the things and brands I actually wanted. This got my attention because up until then it seemed as though only the brands I do not buy were discounted but not the specific item or brand I wanted to buy. So when suddenly everything I wanted was cheaper, I began to take notice.
But what really had the biggest impact was when my whole work-life balance shifted. At the time I was managing my own boutique law firm in Los Angeles, California, and had recently shifted from working full-time to only part-time. My expectation was that my income would drop relative to the fewer number of hours I was working. I was also expecting my stress level to increase for two reasons. First, I would have less time to get work completed, and second, given I would be working fewer hours, I expected a drop in income. But what happened took me completely by surprise.
As I used this decree for finance, my income increased. I was working fewer hours, with fewer clients, but the value of my services and income increased. My stress level also went down and not just because of the increase in income but also because the nature of the client work, and the clients themselves became less stressful. For a legal practice this is not the norm: work less, stress less, make more!
Decrees had physically, emotionally, practically, and tangibly shifted my work, my finances, my peace—in fact, my whole my life.
I knew I was on to something. But being a lawyer brings occupational hazards. Lawyers have to be able to prove a case beyond a reasonable doubt—even to themselves. It is ingrained in us. It is just the way we think. Therefore, even for me to really grab a hold of decrees, I needed to fully understand them and how they work—beyond a reasonable doubt.
I began to study and research decrees, as if preparing a legal brief on decrees in order to understand them. That’s another occupational hazard for lawyers. We are trained to look at nuances and definitions and the tiniest details. When lawyers read a law or a statute, they dissect it to the barest bones to determine: (1) What does it mean? (2) Does it apply in this case or to my client? (3) What is the consequence of the application?
So when I come to scriptures in the Word, I can’t help but read them the same way. What does a specific verse mean? What do the individual words mean? How does it apply to my life? What consequences are there? Another way of asking this question is, “Given the meaning of this verse and having determined that it applies to me, how ought my circumstances and behavior be affected?”
In order to answer these questions, and specifically in order to determine “What are decrees?,” I looked for three things:
1. What is the definition of the word decree?
2. How do decrees work? (That is, how do they operate in a cause-effect way?)
3. Where is their precedent in the Bible?
What I found profoundly changed my life.
DEFINING THE WORD
DECREE
My research uncovered four meanings to the word decree. They are:
1. An English definition
2. A biblical definition
3. A Hebrew definition
4. A German definition
English definition
In the English language a decree is a statement of purpose, truth, or vision, but it is more than just an announcement. A decree carries the same level of authority as a law being enacted or an order being issued by a court. What does it mean to have the same level of authority as a court order? Consider this example: If a defendant is convicted of a crime and sentenced by the court to prison, can that defendant object to or ignore that prison sentence? No, of course not. Why? Because the authority of the court order is such that upon conviction he has no further say in the matter.
The same is true with decrees. When we decree God’s provision and blessings over our lives, then anything purposed against our provision and blessing can have no further say in the matter! When we decree God’s peace and unity in our family, then anything purposed against peace and unity has no valid objection or standing to come against us!
Biblical definition
A biblical decree is one and the same as the very purposes of God because it is rooted in the Word of God. Think about the weight that the will and purposes of God carry—that is the same level of authority and weight as the decrees we speak. This is why we must only use decrees based on God’s Word. The Scriptures are a great safety net to guarantee that you speak the will and purposes of God as you decree things into your life.
There are so many great verses to decree over our lives—verses for health, blessing, peace, protection, etc. But there are circumstances where it can be hard to find a specific verse. For example, if you are considering a change in job, a sale of a home, or returning to school, there’s likely no specific verse to decree over your life. There’s no Scripture reference any of us can turn to that says, “[Your name], sell your house on this day for this amount and move to such-and-such city to attend the college there.”
Moreover, given the weight and power of decrees, I do not encourage you to make decrees about these specifics but rather choose to decree the will and purposes of God over your life.
This is important because oftentimes we can get a specific vision of how we want things to be and get so focused on that that we miss what God is actually doing. It is not uncommon for the way God unfolds His plans to look very different from what we expect. And this is a serious point.
Consider the Israelites. They missed the Promised Land because it did not look the way they wanted it to or the way they expected it to. When giants were found to be in the land, the Israelites chose not to enter in (Num. 13). We do not want to miss our promised land because it doesn’t look the way we expect it to.
Consider also the Jews in the New Testament who missed their Messiah because He did not look like or act the way they expected. These are serious missteps in history all because people had a certain expectation and were unable to see God’s hand.
Using decrees based on our hope or expectation rather than the Word of God can create confusion for us the same way the Israelites and New Testament Jews missed His perfect plan.
By contrast, decreeing specific scriptural verses imparts and releases the power of His living Word into our lives and circumstances without creating confusion or blinding us to His ways. If we are in a time of transition and are waiting for direction from God, we may not be able to find a verse to tell us what university to go to or what city to move to, but we can decree the power of His presence, and when we are in His presence, it is hard to miss what He is doing. For example, here is a section of the decree inspired by Psalm 13, included later in this book:
I decree that Jehovah has not forgotten me! Though He hid His face from Moses in the cleft of the rock, He rent the temple veil and welcomes me into His intimate place where I look upon His face, consider His gaze, and worship Him.

This decrees reminds us that God has not forgotten us and that while we may not see clearly the specifics of what He is doing, we can see Him, and from that place we can hear from Him and move in confidence as we follow Him. This is why I use and recommend this decree:
I decree the will and purposes of God over my life!

It may be generic, but it is powerful! Essentially this is what we are decreeing regardless of an underlying Scripture reference because God’s will and purpose for your life is an abundant life, complete health, safety, security, peace, prosperity, and success. Regardless of the geography, the timing, or any other specific, decree His will and purposes, and you will find yourself exactly where you need to be.
Using decrees this way, we are less likely to be focused on a specific way God’s plan will be presented to us such that we are more easily able to have eyes to see the how and what God is doing as He brings it to us.
Hebrew definition
The next definition of the word decree is the Hebrew definition, which says to decree is to divide, to cut in two, to cut off, to destroy, to separate, or exclude.
This Hebrew definition shows us another facet of what happens in the spiritual realm when we speak decrees. For example, when we decree “I am blessed” (inspired by Psalm 112:1), not only are we establishing the blessing, but according to the Hebrew definition of decree, we are also dividing ourselves away from anything purposed against our blessing; we are cutting off and destroying the plans of the enemy.
When we decree “My children are strong and full of integrity” (inspired by Psalm 112:2), we divide our children’s strength from their weakness and set them apart from deception. When we decree their integrity, we cut off and destroy dishonesty and unrighteousness from their midst and from their hearts.
When we decree, “My home brims with wealth” (inspired by Psalm 112:3), not only do we establish our wealth with the authority of a court order, decreeing it with the same authority as the decreed will and purpose of God, but also we cut off spirits of lack and destroy poverty spirits.
The decrees we speak institute and establish the reign of the kingdom of heaven and cut off forever the reign of the kingdom of darkness.
German definition
The final definition comes from the German word for decree, diktat, which means a harsh judgment, imposed on a defeated enemy that cannot be opposed.
In terms of spiritual ramifications this means that when we speak decrees, not only are we proclaiming them with the authority of a court order, and creating our circumstances to be one and the same as the very will and purposes of God, and separating and dividing ourselves from the plans of the enemy, we are also making a harsh judgment and imposing it on our defeated enemy, and it cannot be opposed!
Decrees are a tool by which our circumstances come into alignment and agreement with the Word of God.

These dual ramifications of decrees are what changed my whole world. When we make decrees, according to the Word of God, we:
• Speak God’s blessing upon our lives
• Cause our circumstances to be changed so as to manifest heaven while the enemy suffers a judgment of defeat that he cannot oppose
DISTINGUISHING DECREES FROM POSITIVE AFFIRMATIONS
Decrees are a tool by which our circumstances come into alignment and agreement with the Word of God. Despite my excitement to see the changes in my finances, I still held serious reservations about decrees for one reason. During my tenure in Los Angeles I had become familiar with the culture, mind-set, and philosophy of positive affirmations. Even though positive affirmations are based in spiritual, even biblical principles, they deny the truth of the Judeo-Christian tenets. I was not comfortable getting involved with decrees if they in any way related to or were aligned with positive affirmations.
In case you’re not familiar with positive affirmations, they are integral to the human potential movement, which is a philosophy that came into being in the 1960s and blends New Age spiritualism with the concept that everyone is able to access their inner human power source to live an exceptional life and even influence the course of the universe so as to draw to themselves everything they want or need.
People engaged in the human potential movement are often very spiritually minded. They accept certain biblical principles as true, and many spiritual verses are incorporated within their beliefs, which include positive affirmations, the law of attraction, and the law of intention. For believers it is important to draw a clear boundary between what is biblical and what is not so that we can activate biblical principles and promises, which in fact we are commanded by God to do.
The human potential movement, the laws of attraction and intention, and positive affirmations blended with New Age mysticism have taken such a deep root in our Western culture over the past decade that they have actually triggered a crisis in true, biblical faith evidenced by the fact that it has become common to hear their pop-spiritual-culture phrases even in churches, from pulpits and among believers.
Manifesting positive affirmations vs. manifesting the kingdom of heaven
Therefore it is important to understand what they propose as the basis for manifesting our desires versus what the Word of God says as the basis for the manifestation of heaven on earth. The following will break down the philosophies, beliefs, and teachings of the human potential movement and will provide a clear contrast to what the Word of God teaches.
You might have heard reference to the law of attraction and the law of intention without realizing it. You have often likely heard people say “I’m just putting it out there” or “I’m putting it out to the universe.”
For believers it is important to draw a clear boundary between what is biblical and what is not so that we can activate biblical principles and promises, which in fact we are commanded by God to do.



Specifically the law of attraction is a metaphysical belief that “like attracts like.” That is, positive thoughts/actions attract positive things while negative thoughts/actions attract negative things.
The law of attraction would tell you that if you think or say “I need more money,” then that thought and those words will only continue to perpetuate the circumstances wherein you will always need more money. The law of attraction operating through your thoughts and words is actually causing the need for more money to continue to be attracted to you. Their direction then is to state “I have as much money as I need,” which will then, as they assert, access your own inner human power source to cause your circumstances, in cooperation with the universe, to manifest as much money as you need.
Similarly the law of intention operates based on your inner and stated intention in any given circumstance. The concept is promoted by gurus such as Deepak Chopra, who wrote The Seven Spiritual Laws of Success and explains the law of intention this way: “Inherent in every intention and desire is the mechanics for its own fulfillment.”*
These blended precepts of New Age spiritualism and human potential seek to teach you that you can have whatever it is you desire. It causes people to believe that they can not only control their lives but also actually influence and control the universe.
An in-depth study of these philosophies reveals that the belief of being able to control the universe from your own internal power source is really another way of teaching that all humans are gods.
The human potential movement teaches:
• You are the one able to control your own world.
• You are your own power source for the effectiveness of your positive affirmations.
Herein lies the fault of these teachings.
People fully engaged in positive affirmations adopt it as a lifestyle. Everything from the kind of watch they wear, to the kind of car they drive, to the neighborhood they live in says something about who they are as they seek to “put it out there.” All these things are by specific design in order to attract the kind of success they desire. The Rolex watch “puts it out there” that they are successful. The German-engineered car “puts it out there” that they are successful. The million-dollar home they live in “puts it out there” that they are millionaires, even if buying the Rolex, the car, and the home are sending them into bankruptcy.
These teachings not only assert that we are responsible for the positive that comes our way but also that we are responsible for the negative that comes our way.
The problem is that all of us, no exceptions, have down days. We all have days where we get the wind knocked out of our sails and we lose faith. On those days when we just can’t seem to get it together or keep it together, then these philosophies claim that we are responsible for the negative things those thoughts and days must certainly attract.
On the cosmic-karma balance sheet of life it is impossible to know whether all your work to “keep it together” and just smile and stay positive has been enough to outweigh these weaker failing moments.
For the finance and banking professionals that I networked with in Los Angeles, how do they answer for failing stock markets and investments? Weren’t they supposed to be controlling that or, at the very least, controlling their own universe so their own accounts remained unaffected?
The problem with positive affirmations, the law of intention, and the law of attraction is this: if we are our own power source for the effectiveness of what the universe sends our way, at some point it all becomes too much. Regardless of how much you “put it out there,” your boss’s bad mood or failing global finance markets cannot possibly be reacting to your own thoughts and emotions. To be your own power source to effect the universe to your personal advantage and benefit, as a moment-by-moment priority, is too much. Too much pressure. Too much stress.
This is exactly what begins the cycle of having to “fake it,” and faking an attitude of being positive prevents you from being real and genuine.
In the end, the power of positive affirmations is just a bunch of hot air, and when you have a down or flat day, or when circumstances beyond your control begin shaking, then everything comes tumbling down.
Having said that, though, there are some people who have found success in this philosophy and some have found quite a lot of success— and that is because the principles are based on spiritual, scriptural truths. For example, Mark 9:23 says, “If you can believe, all things are possible to him who believes” (NKJV).
So the human potential movement is tapping into these biblical truths. But they are falling down because they are putting the focus on the individual as the source, the one who is in control, and to those involved in the human potential movement, this is a “way that seems right” but in the same way that Proverbs 14:12 speaks of: “There is a way that seems right to a man, but in the end it leads to death” (niv).
In the end, the human potential movement and related New Age philosophies all say that we are gods. This is the end that leads to death.
In fact, the word way in Proverbs 14:12 in its original Hebrew (derek) means, “the way of the fool” or “the way of self-indulgence.”*
It would be correct then to read that verse this way, “There is a way that seems right to a fool, there is a way of self-indulgence that seems right, but its end is death.”
The difference between those involved in the human potential movement and what the Scriptures say is basically where we place our belief, or in whom we have faith. The law of attraction, intention, and positive affirmations teach that ultimately you are a god able to control the universe and that you are your own power source for the effectiveness of what you achieve. There is no one else able to help you or to intervene for you or to work on your behalf.
So what is the difference in the Bible? Where should a believer look for the source of power to their faith?
Hebrews 11:1 reassures us with this: “Faith is the assurance of things hoped for, the conviction of things unseen” (nas), but not based on some metaphysical world we are supposed to try and control all by ourselves, but rather on this truth from Hebrews: that God is, and that He administers His kingdom with love and mercy.
THE REAL POWER SOURCE FOR DECREES
While the human potential movement and New Age spiritualism place each individual at the center as their own power source, as the only one able to control or influence the outcome of their own personal desires and destinies, believers have a much stronger influencer working 24/7 on their personal behalf.
Two verses provide clear distinction for the difference between how positive affirmations work and where the power source for decrees lie.
Jeremiah 1:12
In Jeremiah 1:12 the Lord is speaking to the prophet Jeremiah, and He says:
For I am alert and active, watching over My word to perform it.

—AMP
This clearly establishes that the power source for manifesting promises from the Scriptures is not us, it is not the individual, but rather it is God. God in this reference is Almighty God. Jehovah. The Creator. The source of life, health, strength, provision, protection, abundance, and success. And this is another reason I recommend decrees from the Word of God, because as we are told here in Jeremiah, God Himself is active and alert—watching over His own Word, ready to perform it.
When we make decrees, it is not us changing anything. We do not have to will some great universal void to move or change direction or do anything. That is too big for us.
The benefit, beauty, and simplicity of decrees is that by speaking them, we are not seeking to move the universe; we are moving only ourselves. We are causing our own hearts, minds, dreams, visions, and emotions to come into alignment and agreement with God’s Word. When we speak decrees out loud, we are putting a voice to them, and then God Himself is alert, meaning He is watching, looking, and waiting for someone to activate a promise by speaking it and coming into agreement with it. When we do, He is alert, meaning He is active and ready to put those words and promises into action.
When we put voice to His Word, that is when we come into agreement with Him and His Word, then He performs it for us! We agree with God’s Word, we speak it, we activate it, He performs it.
Psalm 103:20
The second verse from Psalm 103:20 reads:
Bless the LORD, you His angels, mighty in strength, who perform His word, obeying the voice of His word.

—NAS
Angels have been given a direction from God to obey the voice of His Word. So when we decree the Scriptures, the angels are being released to do the work of His Word!
These two verses take all the pressure off us! We do not have to be responsible for every negative thought that races through our minds. We are not responsible for the course of global finance markets. We are responsible simply to read and agree with the Word of God. When we do that, two things happen: both the angels and Jehovah Himself are released to perform the work and Word.
To clarify, we are not releasing or commanding God and His angels like some genies in an ancient, mystical bottle. Rather, God has already established life, joy, peace, health, unity, harmony, abundance, prosperity, success, vindication, justice (and the list could go on). God has established them for us. His angels have been assigned to carry out the necessary steps for them to be manifest as our reality. Decrees recite truth according to God’s Word and thereby tap into the infinite power of the glory of God.
All we do is, finally, come into agreement with God’s Word, which is the angels’ and Jehovah’s green light to do what it is they have been waiting all our lives to do. So while positive affirmations recite a self-generated, self-focused desire and assert to create it by tapping into the power of the feeble human subconscious mind, decrees recite truth according to God’s Word, which, as Philippians 4:19 says, taps into the infinite power of the glory of God.
The benefit, beauty, and simplicity of decrees is that by speaking them, we are not seeking to move the universe; we are moving only ourselves.



God will provide all of my needs according to the riches of His glory, which are ours in Christ Jesus.

—PHILIPPIANS 4:19, DARBY
Another powerful aspect of decreeing from God’s Word is that when God’s Word is spoken, it is impossible for it to just fall flat and not effect radical change. Isaiah 55:11 tells us that God’s Word does not return void. In the Hebrew this phrase, “not return void,” has a vastly greater meaning than we may realize. Here is that verse spelled out fully according to the original Hebrew language:
So shall my Word not be revoked
 Nor shall it return to me void of fruitful works.
 No, for it shall accompany you
 with many gifts of gold and silver.
 It shall produce, cause, effect, attend to,
 put into order, observe, celebrate, appoint,
 ordain and institute whatever I have pleasure in,
 and in whatever I delight,
 AND it shall prosper, advance, cause success
 and make profitable whatever I (God) put my hand to,
 all that which I (God) loose and send out.

That’s what it means for God’s Word not to return void. This is the effect you are coming into agreement with when you put a voice to God’s Word and decree with the authority of a court order and cut off and separate anything set against it!
ACTIVATING GOD’S PROMISES IN YOUR LIFE
There are many promises in God’s Word—promises for peace, security, health, prosperity, justice . . . the list could go on and on. But for many of us, the truth of these promises is not our daily experience. There are sadly too few who can say that peace, security, health, prosperity, and justice are all their day-to-day norm. Why is that? Quite simply the answer is often because we are yet to activate those promises.
There is often a general attitude that if a promise is written in the Bible, then it is for me and that it is automatically available to me. It should “ just happen” or it should “ just be.” However, we see a clear example of needing to “activate” a promise before being able to avail ourselves of that promise in the promise of salvation. Romans 10:9 instructs us as follows: “If you confess with your mouth Jesus as Lord, and believe in your heart that God raised Him from the dead, you will be saved” (nas).
In order to participate in, to receive, to have the benefit of, to actually be saved, there is a detailed instruction on what to do. First, confess with your mouth, and second, believe in your heart. Confessing and believing are the activators of this promise. If it were not necessary to “activate” the promise of salvation, then everyone everywhere would go to heaven—automatically—without having to “be saved.” However, we understand from the Scriptures that this is not true. Therefore, we also know that this promise of salvation must be activated, and it is activated by confessing with our mouths and believing in our hearts.
Likewise, the other promises of God’s Word can be activated by confessing and believing. The Greek word in Romans 10:9 for confess means to speak and to agree with or assent. This is exactly what we do when we decree. We speak it out, and we agree with the promise. We believe it is true, we believe it is true for us, and we believe it is for us for right now. When we decree God’s Word, we are activating His promises.
Decrees recite truth according to God’s Word and thereby tap into the infinite power of the glory of God.



BIBLICAL PRECEDENT FOR DECREES
As I was putting all of this information together, I was obviously very encouraged. I was gaining confidence in decrees, but there were a couple of things that I still needed to check off my list, and one of them was the biblical precedent. Here again is that lawyerly occupational hazard—the need for a precedent. Where in the Bible are we taught about decrees? This is very important to me because the Scriptures must be the basis and foundation, so to find decrees being used and modeled was important.
The first precedent for decrees I found in the Word was in Job 22:28:
Thou shalt also decree a thing, and it shall be established unto thee; and the light shall shine upon thy ways.

—KJ21
As a lawyer, what I like about this verse is the use of the word shall because it has legal connotations. For example, if I am writing a contract for a client and I want to indicate that a certain action is optional, then I would use language such as “he can” or “he may,” but if I want to make sure that a certain action is required, then I would use “it shall” because that indicates that it is mandatory and cannot be avoided or ignored.
In this verse the use of the word shall is where I had an “aha” moment. Job 22:28 is not telling us that decrees are a good idea or generally just a clever practice. Because of the use of the word shall we are actually being instructed, required, and commanded to decree.
That changes everything, doesn’t it? This is not just the latest and greatest new tool: “Decrees—the next trendy thing in church.” No. Decrees are required of us by God, and they come with a great promise. It’s not that we are making decrees and crossing our fingers, hoping our wishes come true. God promises us that when we do, those things “shall be established.” Again, see the significance of that word. He’s promising us and making it mandatory in the spiritual heavenly realm, that when we decree a thing, it shall be established.
And just on a side note, while the meaning of the word establish is what we would expect—it means to fulfill, confirm, or impose certain conditions—it also means “rebuilding” in relation to ruins.
I like this because there were some areas of my life that felt as if they were in ruin or close to it. This verse encouraged me, saying that if I decree over those areas of my life and call them into alignment and agreement with the Word of God, then those things shall be established—they shall be rebuilt!
And then here is the last aspect of this verse from Job. The last section reads, “And the light shall shine upon thy ways.” This verse is not talking about sunlight; it is not saying that it will just be a “bright, shiny, happy day.” In Hebrew, this word is weighty and means all of these things.
When we decree a thing, it is established and rebuilt for us, then the . . .
• Light of God’s life
• Light of His instruction
• Light of His prosperity
• Light of His presence
• Light of truth
• Light of righteousness
• Light of His justice
. . . will shine, illuminate, clarify, and direct our moral character. It will make us beautiful and bring happiness to our lives.
The second verse I found in looking for a biblical precedent was Psalm 2:7: “I will surely tell of the decree of the Lord: He said to me, ‘You are My Son, today I have begotten you’” (nas). This verse from the Psalms is most likely written about King David, and we know it was also a picture of the Messiah. But regardless of whom this was written about, what we do see is that this is a decree of the Lord. The Lord has made a decree.
This is significant because of Ephesians 5:1, which tells us that we are to be “imitators of God” (nas). So if God has made a decree, and if we are to be imitators of Him, then we should be decreeing also.
The third and final set of verses I came across in looking for biblical precedent for decrees was Psalm 23—the very famous “The Lord is my Shepherd” chapter. As I was reading through it, I realized that it is actually written in decree form. Read this psalm now with a new perspective, and receive it as a fresh decree over your life:
The LORD
is my shepherd,
 I shall not want.
 He makes me lie down in green pastures;
 He leads me beside quiet waters.
 He restores my soul;
 He guides me in the paths of righteousness
 For His name’s sake.
 Even though I walk through the valley of the shadow of
 death,
 I fear no evil, for You are with me;
 Your rod and Your staff, they comfort me.
 You prepare a table before me in the presence of my
 enemies;
 You have anointed my head with oil;
 My cup overflows.
 Surely goodness and lovingkindness will follow me all the
 days of my life
 And I will dwell in the house of the Lord forever.

—NAS, EMPHASIS ADDED
When we speak decrees, we are creating an open heaven, and heaven comes down to earth. This means that the truths of heaven become our natural experience and reality on earth. The purpose of decreeing God’s truth over our lives is to manifest God’s will for us from heaven to earth.
Interestingly, the biblical phrase “kingdom of heaven” or “kingdom of God” in passages such as Matthew 6:10 and Mark 1:15 could also be translated as the “sphere of God’s rule.” It is that realm where God’s ways of doing things happen.
The tense of the Greek also depicts it as a present realm and not a future kingdom. This is revolutionary for believers. For too long the belief has been that all of God’s promises become our truth only when we die and go to heaven. For example, in heaven there are no more tears and no more sickness; in heaven we will have justice. By stark contrast, the original Greek language shows us that God’s realm is present tense. The promises of God are available now. This is why Jesus taught us to pray “Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done in earth, as it is in heaven” (Matt. 6:10). God’s promises, plans, and purposes are all for us now.
This is confirmed in Matthew 10:7, where in commissioning His disciples Jesus tells them, “As ye go, preach, saying, The kingdom of heaven is at hand” (emphasis added). This phrase “is at hand” is from the Greek word eggizo, which means to bring near or to join. Jesus is announcing that His kingdom is (present tense) brought near or joined to us when we come into relationship with God. Therefore, all the benefits of being in Christ are not just available in heaven; they are also available to us now and are, in fact, already joined to those who believe in Him.
The purpose and power of decrees then is to see God’s kingdom manifest in our lives as it is in heaven. Decrees, based on the Word of God, call us into alignment and agreement with Him and will thereby:
1. Renew your mind
2. Change your atmosphere
3. Bring heaven to earth
This is the power of decrees.

RENEW YOUR MIND
We find in Romans 12:2 that we are to be “transformed by the renewing of your mind” (nas). When you decree God’s Word, you are speaking truth, and truth will correct your thinking. For example, you may be feeling discouraged, but when you stand up and decree aloud with your voice, “No weapon formed against [me] shall prosper” (Isa. 54:17, NKJV), there is a visceral effect in the spiritual realm, much like lightning in the storm clouds.
Those words rip apart the dark clouds of the enemy’s oppression. They set you apart for victory and impose irrevocable defeat upon your enemy. The truth sparks your mind to think correctly. The decree inspired by Psalm 148:13 is great when others have a way of getting you down and you need to reset your own thinking:
My life, character, and integrity shine brilliantly
 Because He is the source of all that I am.

Even if I look foolish to other people, I don’t care!
 Enjoying the experience of His presence is too much to
 contain.

Who He is, exceeds any thought my mortal mind can
 conjure,

His realm is inaccessibly high and yet, He dwells within
 my heart.

He is and is the source of safety, riches, security and
 prosperity.
 There is no enemy who can jeopardize His reign.

He is beauty. He is freshness. He is newness.
 He is brilliance. He is brightness. He is light. He is and
 He is mine.

CHANGE THE ATMOSPHERE
Not only do decrees renew our own minds, but also they literally change the atmosphere around us and have the ability to affect the people we work with, the grocery stores we shop at, the roads we travel on, and the homes we live in.
It may be hard to initially grasp the impact decrees have on the atmosphere, but we have all experienced the atmospheric affect that negativity can produce. How many of us have walked into a room where another couple are and without hearing or knowing any of their conversation or any of the circumstances, you have an instant knowing that it is not good, that a fight is lingering, and that you want to get out of there as soon as possible.
In the same way that negative words spoken into an atmosphere can have a literal and physical effect, so too can the positive power of decrees affect the atmosphere around us.
BRING HEAVEN TO EARTH
Decrees from Scriptures say things such as “I am blessed, and I walk in prosperity.” However, you may look at your circumstances and say, “But I am not actually walking in prosperity.” You may wonder, “Is it a lie or is it wishful thinking or is it some kind of self-delusion to be decreeing things that you are not really experiencing?”
This is when we need to understand the role and purpose of decrees. Decrees are a tool by which we manifest the promises of God from the heavenly realm into the natural, earthly realm so that they do become our reality.
In Matthew 6:10 we are taught in the Lord’s Prayer to pray, “Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done in earth, as it is in heaven.” When we make decrees, we are aligning ourselves with and agreeing with the kingdom of heaven and commanding it to come.
Our circumstances may say “paycheck to paycheck,” but the truth in the Word of God is that He provides our needs according to His riches in glory (Phil. 4:19). So when you are paying your bills and you seem to keep coming up short, decree over your bills and checkbook, “He provides all of my needs according to His riches in glory!”
The following is a decree inspired by Philippians 4:19, which was written incorporating all of the nuances of the original Greek:
But my God, shall, is required to, has made it mandatory upon Himself, to fill the gap, to meet my need, to supply liberally, to cause to thrive, flourish, and proliferate, and to bring into reality everything that I need for my journey, according to His riches, wealth, and abundance of external possessions, His excellence, majesty, and absolute perfection.

Decree that verse before you begin paying your bills. Decree that verse when you fill up your car with gas. Decree that verse when you tip your waiter or pizza delivery guy—generously. Decree that verse when your washing machine breaks down—again.
Your mind will become so quickened with the spirit of God and His spirit of truth, it will be renewed so radically and completely that it will be hard for you to remember why you couldn’t believe in His provision before.
You will also so charge the atmosphere with truth that you will create an open heaven. This open heaven portal will follow you and expand to your entire sphere of influence, affecting the people around you.
When you carry this open heaven atmosphere with you everywhere, even your workplace will begin to change. If the business you have been working for is failing, change it simply by bringing your renewed mind and the portal to the kingdom of heaven. That is the power of decrees!
• Decrees are bold statements of truth, vision, and purpose.
• Decrees carry the authority of a court order so that anything opposed to the truth decreed has no further say.
• Decrees separate, divide, and set you apart for the kingdom of heaven.
• Decrees cut off and destroy anything purposed against you.
• Decrees cut off and destroy anything purposed against God’s blessing for you.
• Decrees impose an irrefutable defeat upon the enemy.
• Decrees renew your mind.
• Decrees change your atmosphere.
• Decrees create an open heaven that will go with you everywhere.
• Decrees will propel you into your destiny!
GET INTO ALIGNMENT
I also encourage you to start each day with a spiritual alignment. I have been doing this simple alignment exercise for years.
Just as in fertile soil all the proper elements provide the right environment for peak fruitfulness, so does the proper alignment of our spirit, soul, and body provide the best environment for peak fruitfulness of the words we speak.
Here is the simple exercise I use:
I speak to my spirit: arise, take your proper position. Lead me as head of my being, submitted only to the Holy Spirit. I speak to my soul—my mind, my will, and my emotions—submit to my spirit, submitted to the Holy Spirit, in proper kingdom alignment. I speak to my body: submit to my spirit, submitted to the Holy Spirit, in proper kingdom health and alignment, in the name of Jesus.

Whenever I do this, I can actually feel a physical and spiritual shift. It’s awesome.
DO IT! LIVE IT! BE IT!
The following pages contain decrees inspired by select psalms. Read them aloud. Command them over your life and over the lives of those in your household. Claim them for your businesses and your entire sphere of influence.
As you do, you will:
1. Order God’s purposes and promises over yourself with the authority of a court order.
2. Speak with the knowledge that the enemy is being cut off and his plans are being ripped off your life.
3. Renew your mind with the truth about the presence and influence of God in your daily life.
4. Watch the kingdom of God manifest in your heart, your home, and your life, for this is our truest prayer:
“Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done in earth, as it is in heaven.”

Part 1
 Decrees Inspired by the Psalms
THE JOURNEY TO writing these decrees began very simply. I had established the biblical precedent for decrees, I had clarified the boundary between biblical decrees and positive affirmations, and I knew I wanted to decree the Word of God. However, as I began searching the Bible for verses that addressed specific areas of needs in my life (peace, health, financial freedom, spiritual victory, business success, etc.), I also began studying the original Hebrew language. I was shocked by how much more revelation there was when I looked beyond the English translation. Too often the English words cut short the depth conveyed in the original Hebrew.
For example, in Psalm 40:1 it is written, “He inclined unto me and heard my cry.” That is a beautiful picture in English. But there is deeper meaning to the words inclined and heard that remains hidden from the reader. In the decree inspired by Psalm 40:14, I have used the complete meaning from the Hebrew to allow us to decree the fullest revelation of this verse. This is what it fully means for Jehovah to “incline and hear our cry”:
May you begin to see “His kingdom come in earth, as it is in heaven.”



At any moment Jehovah will break through! He is inclined to move on my behalf. In fact, it is His intention to do so!
 With attentive, concentrated interest, Jehovah hears and agrees with me! He consents to my petition and grants my request!
 Jehovah has elevated me, increased me, and caused me to overcome! He raises me into His flow of strength and security.

The following decrees are the result of my research into each of these psalms and the understanding gleaned from studying the original Hebrew language. Each passage reveals a powerful, encouraging, and life-changing decree.
As you decree, watch your life transform. You will activate and access that realm of God such that Matthew 10:6 will become a reality in your life and you will begin to see “His kingdom come in earth, as it is in heaven.”



1
 I AM BLESSED
 (Psalm 1)
I DECREE that I am blessed!
I am blessed when I walk, when I stand, and when I sit down. I am blessed when I am about my work, when I take a moment to pause, and when I put my feet up to rest.
I am blessed when I am about my work because I do not plan my ways according to the counsel of the wicked. When I pause to contemplate, I do not think about the ways of sin or consider its fruit beneficial. When I rest, I do not let my mind wander to sarcasm or making fun of others.
Instead, I walk in the ways of the Lord, governed by the fruit of His Spirit. I sit and contemplate the ways of godliness and relax in love.
My delight is in the guiding ways and instruction of the Lord, and in His law I meditate both day and night.
I am like a tree planted firmly by streams of water. I am strong and well fed. I yield my fruit in season. My businesses do not fail, and I do not suffer miscarriage in health or in justice. My leaves do not wither but are healthy year round.
I prosper in all that I do.
The Lord knows my ways, for my ways are His ways. I am the righteousness of Christ. I will never perish, nor will my descendants or our inheritance.



2
 HEAVENLY PERSPECTIVE

(Psalm 2)
I DECREE:
God is my Father. I am His heir.
He sits in the heavenlies, at peace, His enemy conquered.
I am seated with Christ in the heavenlies, at peace, my enemies conquered.
I keep this mind-set and heavenly perspective throughout my day.
God sits in the heavens and laughs!
He laughs at the antics of His conquered enemies, because they are powerless before Him.
I sit with Him, confident in Him, and laugh at my enemies.
When the day seems set against me—not enough time, not enough sleep, I laugh.
The joy of the Lord is my strength.
When those I work with get into confusion and miscommunication, I laugh.
The favor of the Lord is my shield.
When my home is in uproar and emotions are raging, I laugh.
The love of the Lord covers a multitude of sins.
My way is sure and my path is clear because God’s reign cannot be shaken.
God’s plans for me are set—like the potter who molds the clay and kilns it so that it sets and is firm—so is my life molded by Him, set and burning with the fire of His presence.
My heart is full of wonder for my God, whose enemies have been broken by Him.
I meditate on His might and His power and am filled with holy reverence for Him.
My whole being shakes with joy and fear mixed together, as I contemplate His holiness.
With this God I am safe and secure.
With this God I can laugh at whatever comes my way.
My breath is the very breath of the living God.



3
 VICTORY!

(Psalm 3)
I DECREE:

I do not have to worry about defending my own name. My reputation and dignity are kept safely in Jehovah-Kavod, who is the God of all glory. My glory and my honor belong entirely to Him.
All my prayers, cries, and concerns are heard by Him. All my prayers, cries, and concerns are answered by Him. He is faithful to me.
Those who are set against me are of no consequence to me! I have no fear of them. The Lord sustains me. I am revived and refreshed just by declaring His name.
Salvation, deliverance, welfare, prosperity, blessing, peace, and victory, they have all been given to me as gifts from the Lord. They are mine. I enjoy and possess them in every moment of the day.



4
 VINDICATION FROM THE LORD

(Psalm 7)
I DECREE:
The great thing about God is that I can trust Him. His eternal plan protects me, His friendship vindicates me, and His presence is my safe and calm retreat.
I am liberated from all the nonsense of the world’s priorities. He alone is my goal. I pursue Him for no reason other than to enjoy Him.
Jehovah, I give you the highest place of my heart! You are established as the ruler over my family’s generations. You are set above. I ratify your promises over my household.
The justice of the Lord wins every time. His justice is established over my life. The rights and privileges of the kingdom of heaven are mine.
Deliverance, victory, and prosperity are decreed for me. He has set them in place and established them. The time of breakthrough is now.



5
 CROWN OF GLORY

(Psalm 8)
I DECREE:
God—Your name and renown are powerful in the earth!
But who am I that You give thought to me? Fashioned from nothing more than dirt and dust, yet You crown me with Your very own glory! You vest me with abundance, riches, and dignity.
God—Your name and renown are powerful in the earth!



6
 AMAZED BY GOD!

(Psalm 9)
I DECREE:
I am amazed! I take great pride in the Lord! I sing praises to His name!
For He has maintained my just cause. Any situation arising against me is detoured far away before it reaches me.
Jehovah God abides forever. He is my stronghold. My trust is safe in Him. It is impossible for Him to forget me.
The eternal one is gracious to me. He lifts me up out of despair. I am set high above all others so I can declare His goodness.
I am amazed! I take great pride in the Lord! I sing praises to His name!



7
 REWARDED FOREVER

(Psalm 10:16–18)
I DECREE:
From antiquity into eternity, from before all things until long after all things, Jehovah is. Jehovah is God. Jehovah reigns.
Nations and generations have come and gone, rulers and leaders have risen, but none have lasted; there are no others who stand the test of time.
Men with earthly ambition and greedy ploys are eradicated, but those without legal standing or means within themselves are vindicated forever and stand in judgment over their accusers.
While men of pride and vanity are disgraced by Him, those who are humble, who are long-suffering and kind, these He rewards with long life and the desires of their heart.



8
 DELIVERED AND PROSPERED BY THE LORD

(Psalm 12:5–7)
I DECREE:
Now, at this very hour, Jehovah takes control!
For all the ways in which I have suffered sudden devastation, He takes my hand and lays waste to those who rail against me.
Now, in this very moment of time, Jehovah asserts His authority!

Now, even as I speak, Jehovah stands in opposition to my enemies!
For all the ways I have been subject to oppression and abuse, He sets me upon a throne, safe from reproach and shame.

For all the ways I have lamented, groaned, and cried for deliverance, He crowns me with victory and establishes my salvation and prosperity!
This is Jehovah’s promise to me!
His words spoken over me are pure and straightforward. I can take them to the bank. He will perform them.

This decree over me is clean and undiluted. He will preserve and protect me and mine from generation to generation forever.



9

(Psalm 13)

The light of His countenance shifts the atmosphere around about me, establishing His ways, His justice, His faithfulness, His glory. My heart and my life shine in the radiance of His eternal, righteous delight.
Though the way is not always clear, I will never languish. My confidence is sure, my footsteps firm. The enemy trembles as I walk by. I am safe in His unshakable goodness. I am secure in His eternal hold.
He has persuaded me because of His divine mercy and unending favor. I am carefree in His loving-kindness, reckless in His joy and abandon. Jehovah alone is the source of my reward. Jehovah alone is my reward.
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 GODLY CHARACTER

(Psalm 15)
I DECREE:
I choose God’s character as my own: integrity, righteousness, truth. These are like my backstage pass to God’s personal tent. Because of them I can live with Him in holiness.
I take a stand against lies; I will not speak badly about others behind their backs, and I will not be critical of my friends. I choose to have soft eyes to see others. I have a soft heart and understand that they too are on their journey.
I fear the Lord and honor others who do the same. I am self-controlled and keep my emotions in check; I do not allow them to rule me. I am accountable for my actions and take responsibility for myself.
I am quick to be generous. I love to give to others and do not expect anything in return. I do not desire to profit from other people’s loss.
Because I maintain a godly character, I will never be shaken.
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 THE WAYS OF THE LORD

(Psalm 19:2–9)
I DECREE:
The law of the Lord is perfect, converting my soul.
The instruction of the Lord is sound, refreshing my will.
The direction of the Lord is complete, leading my desire.
The ways of the Lord are full of integrity, restoring my character.
The testimony of the Lord is sure, making me wise though simple.
The witness of the Lord is reliable, making me astute though naïve.
The statutes of the Lord are right, rejoicing my heart.
The precepts of the Lord are just, strengthening my courage.
The principles of the Lord are straightforward, bringing joy to my heart.
The moral character of the Lord is upright, bringing peace to my conscience.
The principles of the Lord are pleasing, making glad my inner man.
The order of the Lord is fitting and proper, organizing my habits.
The commandment of the Lord is pure, enlightening my eyes.
The commission of the Lord is clear, illuminating my vision.
The directive of the Lord is impartial, managing my will.
The mandate of the Lord is sincere, lighting up my whole being.
The code of wisdom of the Lord is sound, reinforcing my mind.
The fear of the Lord is clean, enduring forever.

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 FULFILLING MY PURPOSE

(Psalm 20)
I DECREE:
The Lord hears my requests clearly and shouts His reply! Like a battle cry of victory from on high, the Lord declares His answer. I am exalted with Him because of His defense.
He sets me above in security; He sets me above in prosperity. In lofty places, beyond the reach of my worry, the Lord lifts me up and seats me with Himself.

Part 2
 Decrees Inspired by Selected Hebrew Words From the Psalms
LANGUAGE IS BOTH simple and complex. Words have a face value, but they can have deeper meaning too. They can gain additional meaning from context, cultural idiom, and metaphor. Language is rich, full, and vibrant. And Scripture, as Hebrews 2 tells us, “is living and active. Sharper than any double-edged sword, it penetrates even to dividing soul and spirit, joints and marrow; it judges the thoughts and attitudes of the heart” (niv).
Never has this been more evident than in my study of the Psalms in the original Hebrew language. The ancient Hebrew is both poetic and direct. It is not just prose; it is complex, with full pages comprising mathematical equations.
As I studied the Hebrew for the decrees in this book, I saw that certain words were used over and over, and the expanse of their meaning and the depth of their significance were so striking they deserved a decree all to themselves. Following are decrees inspired by the Hebrew words for “the light,” “the way,” “to judge,” “inheritance,” “peace,” “increase,” “blessed,” and “wisdom.” They are written so that you can decree the power and depth of God’s heart and purpose for you over yourself, your life, your family, your business, and your entire sphere of influence.
The ancient Hebrew is both poetic and direct. It is not just prose; it is complex.
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 GOD’S LIGHT AND WAY
 (Decree inspired by the Hebrew words owr and derek, as used in Psalm 119:14, 105)
I DECREE God’s light over myself:
The light that shines brightly like the sun
The light that softens the darkness like the moon
The light that brings hope like the dawn
The light that brings warmth like a burning fire.
I decree that the light of God’s life is my life.
The light of His instruction is my guide,
The light of His prosperity is my friend, and
The light of His face shines over me.
His light exposes lies and restores truth in my defense.
His light encourages righteousness among all who walk with me.
His light brings justice rendered in my favor.
I decree this light shines upon my way:
The journey of life that I travel,
That ancient pathway of God,
The moral character deep within that leads my steps
And my mannerisms, habits and way of being.
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 TO JUDGE
 (Decree inspired by the Hebrew word shaphat, as used in Psalm 7:11)
I DECREE God as judge over my life.

And enters a judgment in my favor,
Delivering me from all who oppose.

 (Decree inspired by the Hebrew word nachalah, as used in Psalm 2:8)

I claim the full and complete inheritance I have in Christ.
I claim it for myself, my family, my children, and my children’s children.
I claim it for generations to come.
The earth is the Lord’s and all it contains.
He has transferred the dominion and authority over to me.
All blessings in heavenly places are given to me.
The promised land is mine!
I take possession of the promises of God.
I possess and inhabit the land given to me.
I enjoy all the rights and privileges legally mine.
The heritage of the Lord is at my disposal.
I claim the property as my portion, my cup, and my share.
The harvest is mine.
I am also the inheritance of Christ.
He possesses and inhabits me as His very own.
I am His prized possession, passed down to Him—a gift from His Father.
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 PEACE
 (Decree inspired by the Hebrew word shalowm, as used in Psalm 125:5)
I DECREE peace. I make way for peace.
Like a lava tube carved out of rock by the molten lava,
I declare that peace carves out the hard places of my heart and makes way for the liquid fire and presence of God.
His peace completes me.
Peace makes my mind sound and my soul to prosper.

Even though it may be busy, it is a place of rest.
My friends are at ease with me, we enjoy our time together.
My domain and sphere of influence are no longer at war

 (Decree inspired by the Hebrew word yěbuwl, as used in Psalm 67:6 )
I DECREE:
I praise the Lord, and the earth yields its increase. This is a promise!
Therefore I praise the Lord.
I praise the Lord in the morning and in the evening.
I praise the Lord when I cannot see His way clearly.
I praise Him when He makes the way known.
Without hesitation and without question
I praise the Lord.
And I am given increase upon increase!
Watch and see how increase overtakes me.
The earth is the Lord’s and all it contains.
The earth yields its increase to me by the decree of the Lord!
The whole earth and all it contains—
The land, the soil, and the waterways—yield your increase for me.
My home upon the earth, my sphere of influence, my family friends,
Be fruitful, multiply, and yield all your goodness for me.
My business, hobbies, and new opportunities, I decree increase!
Lost wages—repaid.
Stolen time—restored.
Sales and exchanges—growing.
Work and business—profitable.
Interest and dividend reports—rising.
New ideas and inventions—downloaded.
I speak to the riches of the earth: gold, oil, minerals, and gemstones,
Increase in value, increase in my portfolio, appear in my midst.
I speak to the resources of the earth: water, air, and soil,
Increase in purity and in abundance, increase as my possessions.
I decree the restoration of the earth.
I break the power of the curse and speak freedom!
I speak to the fruit trees and to the seeds planted by the farmer,
Grow, prosper, free of insect and germ, full of life and life-giving power.
I decree nourishment to the earth and welcome nourishment in return.
I praise the Lord, for all that He does for me.
I praise the Lord for the increase granted to me.
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 BLESSED
 (Decree Inspired by the Hebrew word barak, as used in Psalm 67:7)
I DECREE the blessing of the Lord!
I decree that God has blessed me, and His blessings are such that the entire ends of the earth quake and are in fear because of His goodness to me.
The favor that shines upon me as a child of Jehovah is unlike anything bestowed by an earthly father.
I bend my knee in order to receive the ordination and blessing of my Lord. He causes me to kneel, encouraging and enabling me to lie prostrate before Him in peace.
Dripping from His words are peace and safety. He is my crown and shield.
His blessing moves in and through and beyond me, catching me up in a wake of His favor. He speaks to me in the night seasons, bringing His clear counsel and instruction.
His words are eternally and divinely inspired, carrying with them the gifts of heaven.
His blessing vibrates within my very being, a living vibrant echo of His countenance, bringing me into a true knowledge of who He is and into a present experience of true worship.
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 WISE WISDOM
 (Decree inspired by the Hebrew words chokmah, sekel/ sakal, as used in Psalms 2:10; 14:2; 32:8; 53:2; 111:10)
I DECREE the wisdom and understanding of the Spirit of God.
The all-knowing spirit of wisdom
Imparts to me the ability to understand perfectly!
Prudent in action and circumspect of heart,
Such is the wise wisdom of the Lord:
Full of sense and discretion,
Bringing insight and deepening meaning.
Wise wisdom causes prosperity,
And with knowledge of Him comes success.



Part 3
 Decrees Inspired by Psalm 24 to Inf luence Culture for the Kingdom of Heaven
THERE ARE SEATS of power that influence human culture. They extend beyond the boundaries of what is considered Western or Eastern culture or the status of a first-world or third-world nation. These “influencers” shape the way a people view the world and their place in it.
These seats of power are less about world governments, systems, and programs and more about the spiritual forces operating in the invisible realm. As Ephesians 2 explains, “We are not fighting against flesh-and-blood enemies, but against evil rulers and authorities of the unseen world, against mighty powers in this dark world, and against evil spirits in heavenly places” (nlt, emphasis added).
In the Word we often see seats of power referred to as “hills,” “mountains,” and “high places.” These seats can belong to dark forces, as described in Deuteronomy 12:2, “Destroy all the places where they worship their gods—high on the mountains, up on the hills” (NLT). Or they can depict places the Lord inhabits, as in Psalm 15:1, “Who may worship in your sanctuary, Lord? Who may enter your presence on your holy hill?” (NLT, emphasis added). Whether these seats of power, or high places, are occupied and controlled by the kingdom of darkness or the kingdom of heaven determines the kind of cultural influence they have.
In order to combat the dark forces that are operating and influencing the world and the people in it, we employ spiritual tools. One of those tools is decrees. Through this simple yet powerfully effective spiritual tool we can change our lives, families, work, and spheres of influence and cause the kingdom of heaven to reign in and over every seat of power.
Psalm 24:1 tells us “The earth is the Lord’s, and everything in it, the world and all its people belong to him” (nlt). Since the world and all it contains belong to the Lord, we have authority over it. Therefore, when we decree His Word, we are able to release His kingdom as the dominating cultural influence. We establish His kingdom—God’s realm—in the seats of power.
Through this simple yet powerfully effective spiritual tool we can cause the kingdom of heaven to reign in and over every seat of power.



The chief influencers in our culture have been identified as follows: business, government, family, religion, media, education, and entertainment. These are the seats of power that have the greatest impact upon cultural mind-sets— the way people think—and upon cultural trends.
In the following pages Psalm 24 has been adapted as a decree addressing each of these seats of power. Psalm 24:3 identifies God’s place as a “mountain,” and these decrees continue that metaphor with the intent to establish God as the cultural influencer. Micah 4:1 prophesies that this will happen:
In the last days it shall come to pass, that the mountain of the house of the Lord shall be established in the top of the mountains, and it shall be exalted above the hills; and people shall flow unto it.

Together we can decree over the seats of power in the heavenly places and see each of the seven cultural influencers won back for God!
