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    Why This Manual Was Written


    Many years ago I discovered a precious truth regarding prayer: God loves to hear his own words prayed back to him! When a small child crawls up on the lap of their father and says, “Daddy when are you going to take us to the zoo like you promised?” the father smiles and assures his child he is very much looking forward to doing what he promised when the time is right. In the same way, our heavenly Father delights to hear us remind him of his promises to us. The Bible is filled with promises which are intended to be put to practical use in our praying. We remind God of His promises through prayer and hold on in faith until the answer comes.


    Hosea 14:2 calls God’s people to take words with them as they return to the Lord to seek his favor. God’s own words become the foundation for our appeals to Him. This manual has been written to make that process easier for us. The intention of this manual is to promote the praying of Scripture in private and in church-wide prayer meetings. It is hoped that a new traction and power in prayer will be experienced as a result!


    Remember your word to your servant,

    in which you have made me hope.


    Psalms 119:49


    Why Scripture promises are so important for our prayers


    There are two words that are very powerful when used in prayer. These words are simply, “you said”. In Genesis 31:2, God makes a promise to Jacob. Involved in that promise is one of the most faith-giving promises in Scripture—“I will be with you”. A promise that means God will do us good and pour out his favor upon us! Then later, when in deep crises, Jacob cries out to God in prayer and reminds God of his promise to him. Listen to what he says:


    But you said, ‘I will surely do you good’… and Jacob said, “O God of my father Abraham and God of my father Isaac, O LORD who said to me, ‘Return to your country and to your kindred, that I may do you good.’


    Gen 32:12, 32:9


    The fuel of an intercessor is the promises of God. We remind God in prayer of what he has said and call him to be faithful to his word. Attaching God’s promises to people and situations is the very backbone of all faith-filled praying.


    Some struggle with how to apply the promises in prayer correctly. Is it right for us to take promises given to the people of Israel or Moses or David, and apply them in prayer to our own situations? Basically, the answer is a qualified “YES”. Let me show you why this is so. 2 Corinthians sheds some valuable light on this matter:


    For all the promises of God find their Yes in him.


    That is why it is through him


    that we utter our Amen to God for his glory.


    2 Cor 1:20


    Not only is Jesus the ultimate fulfillment of all the promises, but he is the key to the promises. We may say that the promises are made ultimately to him and for him and about him. Now look how this applies a few verses later in this book. Remember that the Corinthian congregation was predominantly non-Jewish. But at the end of 2 Corinthians 6, Paul quotes several promises that were made centuries before to the people of Israel (see 2 Cor. 6:16b-18 and compare Lev. 26:12, Exod. 32:27, Isa 52:11). Now note the astonishing truth that Paul says to this church after quoting these Old Testament promises to them:


    Since we have these promises, beloved, let us cleanse ourselves from every defilement of body and spirit, bringing holiness to completion in the fear of God.


    2 Cor 7:1


    In Christ, we receive the promises and can call them our own. Because they are in the canon of Scripture, and because they are part of Christ’s inheritance through his cross-work, and because we are also heirs of the promises in him (Gal 3:16,29), we too, in fact, have these promises… for every dimension of our lives.


    In my own Bible, I have highlighted hundreds of promises in Scripture with a green highlighter so I can find them quickly and use them for prayer when needed. We all need to find a way to find promises and use them in our prayers for others. This manual is an attempt to help with that process, but the best way of all is to become familiar with the promises of God in the context in which they are used in Scripture.


    How important and how powerful it is when God’s people say to him in prayer: “You said…”


    How to Use This Manual


    This manual can be used in many ways to grow us in faith and prayer:


    1. Carry this manual to church and use it during collective times of corporate prayer in praying for others – there are sections included for praising God, as well as many Scripture prayers, etc.


    2. Carry this manual to small group and use it during times of praying for others. As certain needs come up, look in the manual for prayers and promises that deal with those issues and pray them back to God in expectant faith.


    3. Use the manual in groups dedicated to prayer, such as men’s or women’s prayer groups; pre-service prayer groups; church-wide prayer meetings; during weeks of prayer; during times of prayer and fasting; during concerts of prayer in the church; etc.


    4. Use the manual to find verses to encourage others through emails and phone calls; hand-written notes; spontaneous times of edification at small groups, or at church gatherings.


    5. When lacking faith and hope, read the promises of God to regain a clear view of God and his purposes. Just as Christian in “Pilgrim’s Progress” escaped from the dungeon of despair when he found the key of promise in his pocket, God’s promises are a powerful means of grace and “light” for our lives when darkness is all around.


    6. Pray these promises over your family.


    7. Use these promises during family devotions to keep the entire family reminded of God and his purposes for them in Christ. Teach your children to pray using Scripture.


    If this simple manual is used in any way to encourage and help God’s people to pray with more faith, and more specifically, then it will have served its purpose. May it be so!
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    Introduction


    God loves to be quoted.


    He loves it when his children love him so much that they treasure his words and repeat them back to him. 


    Using scripture to guide and inform prayer is so powerful. It’s powerful for the person praying—because it helps assure us that our prayers are shaped by God’s word. It’s powerful for those being prayed for—because it increases their faith to realize the request is based on a priority or promise of scripture. And I believe it’s powerful before the throne of grace—because it demonstrates to God that we take his word seriously and we expect him to keep his promises.


    It’s possible to know your Bible but then leave it behind when you go to pray. But isn’t it so much better to “Take Words With You” to infuse your prayers with the words of Scripture? I’ve begun to practice this in letters I write people, in prayers I pray for people after church on Sundays, and in prayer meetings. And I commend the same practice to you.


    In the past year God has been moving in our local church to be more consistent and purposeful in seeking God in prayer. As Jesus taught in Luke 11, we want to be people who through persistent prayer “ask, seek and knock.” If that’s the desire of your heart, this book will be a valuable tool.

    The Lord Jesus Christ, who gave himself for our sins

    to deliver us from the present evil age,

    according to the will of our God and Father.

    Therefore God has highly exalted him


    and bestowed on him the name that is above every name,


    so that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow,


    in heaven and on earth and under the earth


    and every tongue confess that Jesus Christ is Lord,


    to the glory of God the Father.


    Philippians 2:9-11


    He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all creation.


    For by him all things were created,


    in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible,


    whether thrones or dominions or rulers or authorities –


    all things were created through him and for him.


    And he is before all things, and in him all things hold together.


    Colossians 1:15-17


    Christ, in whom are hidden


    all the treasures of wisdom and knowledge.


    Colossians 2:2-3


    Therefore let no one pass judgment on you


    in questions of food and drink,


    or with regard to a festival or a new moon or a Sabbath.


    These are a shadow of the things to come,


    but the substance belongs to Christ.


    Colossians 2:16-17


    The glory of our great God and Savior Jesus Christ,

    who gave himself for us to redeem us from all lawlessness

    and to purify for himself a people for his own possession

    who are zealous for good works.

    He is the radiance of the glory of God


    and the exact imprint of his nature,


    and he upholds the universe


    by the word of his power.


    After making purification for sins,


    he sat down at the right hand of the Majesty on high.


    Hebrews 1:3


    But of the Son he says,


    “Your throne, O God, is forever and ever,


    the scepter of uprightness is the scepter of your kingdom.”


    Hebrews 1:8


    For it was fitting that he,


    for whom and by whom all things exist,


    in bringing many sons to glory,


    should make the founder of their salvation perfect


    through suffering.


    Hebrews 2:10


    For surely it is not angels that he helps,


    but he helps the offspring of Abraham.


    Therefore he had to be made like his brothers in every respect,


    so that he might become a merciful


    and faithful high priest in the service of God,


    to make propitiation for the sins of the people.


    For because he himself has suffered when tempted,


    he is able to help those who are being tempted.


    Hebrews 2:16-18


    Since then we have a great high priest


    who has passed through the heavens, Jesus, the Son of God,


    let us hold fast our confession. For we do not have a high priest


    who is unable to sympathize with our weaknesses,


    but one who in every respect has been tempted as we are,


    yet without sin.


    Hebrews 4:14-15


    In the days of his flesh,


    Jesus offered up prayers and supplications,


    with loud cries and tears,


    to him who was able to save him from death,


    and he was heard because of his reverence.


    Although he was a son,


    he learned obedience through what he suffered.


    And being made perfect,


    he became the source of eternal salvation to all who obey him.


    Hebrews 5:7-9


    Who has become a priest,


    not on the basis of a legal requirement concerning bodily descent,


    but by the power of an indestructible life.


    Hebrews 7:16


    Consequently, he is able to save to the uttermost


    those who draw near to God through him,


    since he always lives to make intercession for them.


    Hebrews 7:25


    Now the point in what we are saying is this:


    we have such a high priest, one who is seated


    at the right hand of the throne of the Majesty in heaven.


    Hebrews 8:1


    But as it is, Christ has obtained a ministry

    that is as much more excellent than the old

    as the covenant he mediates is better,

    since it is enacted on better promises.


    Hebrews 8:6


    How much more will the blood of Christ,


    who through the eternal Spirit offered himself


    without blemish to God,


    purify our conscience from dead works to serve the living God.


    Hebrews 9:14


    But when Christ had offered for all time

    a single sacrifice for sins,

    he sat down at the right hand of God,

    waiting from that time until his enemies

    should be made a footstool for his feet.


    Hebrews 10:12-13


    He is the propitiation for our sins,


    and not for ours only


    but also for the sins of the whole world.


    1 John 2:2


    Jesus Christ the faithful witness,


    the firstborn of the dead,


    and the ruler of kings on earth.

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    Praying with Faith


    Lack of faith lies at the root of all poor praying,

    feeble praying, little praying, unanswered praying.


    E.M.Bounds


    There are two common extremes when it comes to the exercise of faith in prayer. The first extreme is the “name it and claim it” approach which makes man supreme and God the “geniein the lamp” who serves us “on demand”. The second extreme is the passive approach to faith. This group looks on faith as something that starts the Christian life, but is “used” only occasionally after conversion.


    The idea of praying with faith would, at most, mean praying something like: “if it be your will”. There are, of course, times where such acquiescence is the very model of godliness (Matt 26:39). To accept what God providentially gives displays great faith and trust in God. Yet it is not always so. Sometimes it displays a refusal to trust God for greater things; really just plain old unbelief masquerading as surrender (Mk 9:22-24, 28-29). There are more unbelieving believers than we might be willing to admit. Well then, what is real faith supposed to look like in our lives? And how does faith function in our prayers? Here is a simple example that will hopefully make this a little clearer.


    A light switch holds no intrinsic power. Yet the power supply in the house only reaches the light bulbs when the switch is thrown. The switch does not power the light, yet it is the conduit that connects the real power to the bulb. So it is with faith. Think of how the Holy Spirit connected your life to the saving power of Christ. Did he do it apart from faith or through faith?


    Think with me briefly about two well known stories in the gospels. One involves a woman who touched Jesus in a crowd. There were many people pressing and touching Jesus as was plain by Peter’s answer (Luke 8:45) yet only one was healed by an infusion of Divine power.


    But Jesus said, “Someone touched me, for I perceive that power has gone out from me.”


    Luke 8:46


    What was the difference between her “touch” and the others’? Only one reached out with faith (Luke 8:48)! Faith was the connecting point.


    Scene two: Jesus is in His hometown, but seems hindered in the display of His power among them. The cause is not presented in terms of God’s sovereignty (though God was certainly sovereign over the situation) but in terms of human unbelief. No switch to connect the power to the lights.


    And he could do no mighty work there, except that he laid his hands on a few sick people and healed them. And he marveled because of their unbelief.


    Mark 6:5-6


    So then how do we get the kind of faith that Christ is looking for? How do believers “grow faith” in God for praying boldly? Here are three wonderful sources that germinate faith:


    1. The person of Christ generates faith.


    Study His life in the gospels and perceive how He reveals God to us. Here we behold the infinite and timeless Creator wrapped in human skin with feet and hands, and living on our planet. In Him we see God’s heart to work on behalf of the needy (for example: Luke 7:12-15; Mark 2:4-11; Matt 8:2-3; Matt 15:22-28; etc).


    The faith which creates powerful praying is the faith which centers itself on a powerful person. Faith in Christ’s ability to do and to do greatly, is the faith which prays greatly.

    2. The cross of Christ generates faith.


    The “Christ-focused word” generates faith both for the brand-new believer and the long-time believer. The look at Christ on the cross in our place generates faith. For one, saving faith. For the other, sanctifying faith.


    So faith comes from hearing, and hearing through the word of Christ.


    Romans 10:17


    The cross, in a particular way, reveals God’s heart for unworthy sinners. It reveals the incomprehensible measures He will take to rescue His enemies. It reveals God to us as nothing else in all Scripture does. God does nothing that He isn’t. Everything He does reveals His intrinsic nature. The cross reveals God’s glorious nature to us in all its splendor.


    The supreme moment of divine self-disclosure, the greatest moment of displayed glory, was in the shame of the cross.

    Many of us never move beyond the faith of “God can” (ability). But the cross surely shows us more of God than that! It shows us that God is not only able, but willing (attitude). And even more than that! It displays in bold strokes that God does (action)! Doesn’t the following well-worn verse declare this very truth to our often unbelieving hearts?


    If God is for us, who can be against us? He who did not spare his own Son but gave him up for us all, how will he not also with him graciously give us all things?

    3.The promises of Scripture generate faith


    The promises assure us that God is a “rewarder of those who seek Him”(Heb 11:6; Rom 4:19-21; Heb 11:26; etc). Remember John Bunyan’s classic story, “Pilgrims Progress”? What was it that ignited the faith that released Christian from the dungeon of despair? It was a small key that he found in his pocket that unlocked all the doors of Doubting Castle. The name of the key was “the key of promise”. These promises include many wonderful revelations about who God is. Seeing the greatness of God leads to faith in a great God.


    Those who know your name put their trust in you, for you, O LORD, have not forsaken those who seek you.

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    Faith and The Prayerful Use of Promises


    The promises of God are rooted in the character and purposes of God:


    Because of your promise, and according to your own heart,

    you have brought about all this greatness,

    to make your servant know it.

    Many of the promises of the Old Testament, made to Israel, are now for the Church:


    What agreement has the temple of God with idols?

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    What Does it Mean to Pray in Jesus’ Name?


    By Harold Burchett


    A key phrase that opens to us the heart of the New Testament is: “In Christ” or “In Him.” Related to this is our present subject, “Praying in Jesus’ Name.” Grasp that truth and you can approach the God of the universe with a confidence befitting to his own child.


    A personal experience, back in WWII, opened my eyes as to what this means. I stood there in a very busy jewelry store in my home town hoping for attention from the owner himself. My request was a very special one—dear to me and a challenge for such a busy place.


    “Be sure and tell him that you are my son,” my father had instructed me, “or he might not take on your project.” I was a sailor on a very short leave, and I held in my hand a unique replica of the destroyer I had just left in the Pacific. So much I wanted to have this pin made into a tie clasp that I could wear after my discharge!


    “You are Mr. Burchett’s sailor son?” the proprietor asked with warm enthusiasm. “I’ll see what I can do: Come right back this afternoon!” And back I came! After another warm greeting, he held up the finished product. My precious pin mounted between gold chains attaching to a tie clasp. “Wow! Now what will that cost?” I gasped. “Oh,” he said, “there is no charge. You see, your Father is my friend!”


    Then and there I learned what it means to approach a benefactor in the name of another. That is what Jesus tells us to do—going in his name to the Father who loves him so:


    I tell you the truth, my Father will give you whatever you ask in my name. Until now you have not asked for anything in my name. Ask and you will receive, and your joy will be complete.


    John 16:23-24


    When we take time to align ourselves in this manner with the Father in heaven, in the name of his only beloved Son, God binds himself to hear us. This arrangement shakes us free from our tendency to make selfish, sinful requests.We ask what is pleasing and in alignment with our Savior’s mind. Lining up our hearts with his becomes a key issue in making intercessions with traction and power.


    This requires study and practice. As John 15:7 instructs us: Position yourself in the Savior, using his Word, and you will be on your way to new power in prayer.


    If you remain in me and my words remain in you, ask whatever you wish, and it will be given you.


    John 15:7
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    The Importance of Praying“Cross-Eyed”


    How we look at people has a great deal to do with how we talk to God about them. Our prayers can (ever so subtlety) become man-centered, or sin-centered, or need-centered. We begin with the person we want to pray for, assess the need or problem, and then go to God for the solution.


    When we closely examine the prayers of Paul, however, we find him praying from a different perspective. For example, let’s briefly examine this familiar text of Scripture:


    I thank my God in all my remembrance of you, always in every prayer of mine for you all making my prayer with joy, because of your partnership in the gospel from the first day until now. And I am sure of this, that he who began a good work in you will bring it to completion at the day of Jesus Christ.


    Philippians 1:3-6


    When praying for others, we usually pray based on what we see in the present. There is, however, a kind of praying that prays not based on what is, but what shall be.


    When this bird’s-eye view of God’s purposes is believed and clearly perceived, it creates joy and tremendous motivation for prayer. In Phil 1:3-6, Paul prays for the Philippians not because he thinks they have arrived, but because he knows that they will arrive one day. He is sure of this. He knows that their commitment to the gospel in Phil 1:5 is the fruit of God’s prior and unending commitment to them expressed in Phil 1:6.


    Paul knows the outcome of their lives. He sees the big picture of what God is doing. What God began, He will complete. God is absolutely sovereign in accomplishing His purposes in every struggling believer’s life. God’s sovereignty does not make Paul pray less. Rather it motivates Paul to pray with joy because he knows that his prayers will be fully answered!


    In a sense, Paul prayed for others by peeking over God’s shoulder and looking at them through God’s eyes. What he saw excited him! It filled him with joy in spite of all the remaining sin he observed in them. He saw the future and it was very bright indeed (Prov 4:18)!


    Just as God looks at us in relation to the cross, so we need to look at each other that way. What would happen if we started “peeking over God’s shoulder” and praying in light of what we saw? What if we started to pray for family members this way? When we look at our children “cross-eyed” our vision for them becomes clearer than ever!


    Think of certain ones for whom you are praying. What will their completed masterpiece look like (Phil 1:6) when God is done with them? Thank God specifically with gratitude and joy for this person based on what they will one day become! Be as specific as possible.


    Those whom he foreknew he also predestined to be conformed to the image of his Son. 


    Romans 8:29


    Beloved, we are God’s children now, and what we will be has not yet appeared; but we know that when he appears we shall be like him, because we shall see him as he is.


    1 John 3:2


    So, rather than just asking for God to do something in the lives of those for whom we are praying, let’s thank God for the future vision of what God is going to do in each believer’s life. May this motivate us to pray… even for those who seem so far from God… and may this truth motivate us to pray with joy.


    Father, I thank you for_______!

    One day they will love you will all their heart and soul!

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    Why is it Often So Hard to Pray? The Hidden Root of Prayerlessness


    In a nutshell, what we believe or disbelieve about the cross determines whether or not our life is characterized by “drawing near” to God (Heb 10:22) or “falling away” from God (Heb 3:12). Let’s look at this, briefly, since this will help us understand how sin works within our hearts to sabotage our prayers. In Hebrews 3:12-13 we find the following written:


    Take care, brothers, lest there be in any of you an evil, unbelieving heart, leading you to fall away from the living God. But exhort one another every day, as long as it is called “today,” that none of you may be hardened by the deceitfulness of sin.


    Hebrews 3:12-13


    If we follow the sequence of events in these two verses we will discover that the end result of the spiritual collapse is to “fall away” from God (surely characterized in large part by prayerlessness). We discover by looking at the text that the initial cause of this is an “evil, unbelieving heart”. So, unbelief produces prayerlessness.


    But where does this unbelief come from? Verse 13 tells us that it comes from “the deceitfulness of sin”. This speaks of sin not as an evil expression but as an evil power and inclination within. This is the sinful gravity that makes all spiritual progress difficult. Now notice something very significant. Sin’s “deceitfulness” is the cause of evil unbelief. The pattern is clear: Deceit leads to Hardening which leads to Unbelief which leads to Falling away.


    Deceitfulness presents lies to the mind, to be believed as truth. Deceit (trusting lies) leads to Unbelief (not trusting truth). So underneath unbelief is belief. Believing lies (verse 13b) leads to unbelief regarding the truth (verse 12)! I cannot believe “A” if I am convinced that “Not A” is true! The solution for the wrong belief problem (presented in verse 13) is exhortation from other believers. Amazingly, words change beliefs. And the context makes it clear that the word that needs to be given is the gospel of grace, centered on Christ (Heb 3:1, Heb 3:14, Heb 4:2, 14-16).


    Somehow the word of the gospel, spoken into the socket of the heart, has the power to flip the switch of a person’s belief system. Practically speaking, the deceitful beliefs that paralyze and hinder many believers from praying are such untruths as: “God is not good unless my life is easy” or “God hates sin; I am a big sinner, therefore God hates me” (consider how the cross, if comprehended, informs and changes each of these outlooks).


    The simple truth is this: until I believe with conviction what the gospel declares to be true about God’s attitude to me in light of the cross, I will be disinclined to pray. The greatest hindrance to my prayer life is unbelief fed by false beliefs about God. The exact reverse of this heart trend is seen here:


    Therefore, brothers, since we have confidence to enter the holy places by the blood of Jesus, by the new and living way that he opened for us through the curtain, that is, through his flesh, and since we have a great priest over the house of God, let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, with our hearts sprinkled clean from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water.


    Hebrews 10:19-22


    Note the words, “since we have”. These are words of confident belief. This faith centers on the work and person of Christ. The result is the opposite of Hebrews 3:12. Rather than a distancing from God because of unbelief, there is a drawing near to God because of confident belief. The quality of our prayer life reveals what we are trusting in. Confident faith in the Gospel always moves us toward intimacy with God.


    There are two simple applications we may draw from this:


    
      	If we find that prayer is continuously difficult and uncomfortable for us, we need to examine what we are believing about God, and the cross, in a functional way. Many times the blockage to prayer is sinful beliefs that need to be acknowledged and repented of. Remember that beliefs are the underlying cause of “unbeliefs”. Godly faith is birthed by renewing our thinking and beliefs through the ministry of the Holy Spirit using the “word of Christ” (Rom 10:17).


      	As we pray for others, we need to center much of our praying around the area of others’ beliefs. Beliefs and Unbeliefs deeply affect how a person prays… or avoids prayer altogether.

    


    For this reason, when I could bear it no longer, I sent to learn about your faith, for fear that somehow the tempter had tempted you and our labor would be in vain.

    The Habituated Silence of the Proud Heart

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    The Silence of God:

    When God Doesn’t Answer Prayer


    by Harold E. Burchett


    Remarkable as it may sound, the step in solving the mystery of unanswered prayer is to admit frankly, “My prayer is not being answered!” Cease rationalizing and explaining the time delay or saying that God is not denying me; he is simply working with me in some way other than granting a direct answer to my prayers.


    Maybe so—but surely not always. King David and Israel faced this critical problem when, in spite of their many petitions to God, the deadly grip of a three-year famine continued to devastate the land. David then “sought the face of then Lord” (2 Sam 21:1). Soon a forgotten sin was brought to light and put right. Now, see what follows in verse 14: After that God answered prayer. Therefore, we should pray earnestly:


    Search me, O God, and know my heart; test me and know my anxious thoughts. See if there is any offensive way in me, and lead me in the way everlasting.


    Psalms 139:23, 24


    When Jesus promises to do whatever we ask in his name (Jn 14:13), we are bound to admit that when God doesn’t answer prayer it is no regular happening. Then, what are we to make of this unusual period? Such a time is of critical importance for learning—


    Learning about God


    Learning about ourselves


    Learning about the issues involved

    in our particular request


    Good friend, when you enter this period of no-answer from God, seize the moment! With all your heart search the Scriptures and pray for new insights into the knowledge of God. Particularly, study what it means that God gave Christ on the cross for our sins. Study carefully Romans 8:32:


    He who did not spare his own Son but gave him up for us all, how will he not also with him graciously give us all things?


    Then in that new light, make careful inventory of yourself as you are in God’s sight.


    After that, go over with God what your burden and need really is.


    Connect your request to the cross in loving persistence.
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    Why is it Important to Pray with Others? The Gospel and Corporate Intercession


    Both the Old and New Testaments give examples of individuals praying, as well as believers praying together with others as part of a faith community. Yet we find the emphasis in the two Testaments a bit different. While the Old Testament lays greater stress on the prayers of the individual, the New Testament emphasizes the church at prayer - the communal aspect of prayer. Many believers feel they accomplish this communal prayer when they pray with their family or in small groups. Without a doubt that is part of what it means to pray together corporately. But is that what the New Testament means when it talks about the church being “a house of prayer for the nations” (Isa 56:7)? This is a large theme and space does not allow for a full treatment here. This short article is just a preliminary attempt to make the case that corporate prayer is important because it’s part of the new covenant blessings we receive through the gospel.


    Jesus emphasized the corporate element of prayer when he taught the church to pray “our Father” rather than simply “my Father”. Later he taught that the temple was intended by God to be “a house of prayer for all the nations” (Mark 11:17). Yet, in the same passage, He also foretold how the days of the temple were numbered because it no longer bore the fruit God intended for it (Mark 11:13-14,20). Instead we see it is to be replaced by the new temple, the church (Eph 2:21-22), which will become the place of collective prayer for the nations.


    The church itself is birthed in a place where believers are praying for the outpouring of the Holy Spirit: “All these with one accord were devoting themselves to prayer, together with the women and Mary the mother of Jesus, and his brothers” (Acts 1:13-14). This prayer meeting resulted in the pouring out of the Holy Spirit (Acts 2:1 ) as the Spirit fell on the praying community of faith.


    The newborn church is soon characterized by a few vital elements, one of which was prayer with others in their corporate gatherings:


    And they devoted themselves


    to the apostles’teaching and the fellowship,


    to the breaking of bread and the prayers.


    Acts 2:42


    We see this pattern repeated again in Acts 4. A community prayer meeting results in the Spirit being poured out on those praying:


    And when they had prayed, the place in which they were gathered together was shaken, and they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and continued to speak the word of God with boldness.


    Acts 4:31


    Again, in Acts 12 we see the church in earnest prayer for Peter when he was taken prisoner. Why risk a communal gathering for prayer, when they could all just pray for him in the privacy of their own homes? Yet we see the church gathered for prayer and a mighty answer comes in response to their praying:


    So Peter was kept in prison, but earnest prayer for him was made to God by the church… When he realized this, he went to the house of Mary, the mother of John whose other name was Mark, where many were gathered together and were praying.


    Acts 12:5, 12


    Later, we find that the launching of the world-wide mission to the non-Jewish world comes out of a time of worship in prayer by church leaders. Here we see the beginnings of the fulfilment of Jesus’prediction that the church would become the new temple where prayer would be offered for the salvation of the nations of the world:


    While they were worshiping the Lord and fasting, the Holy Spirit said, “Set apart for me Barnabas and Saul for the work to which I have called them.” Then after fasting and praying they laid their hands on them and sent them off.


    Acts 13:2-3


    The well known command to “pray without ceasing” is given to the entire Thessalonian church (compare 1 Thess 5:17 with 1 Thess 5:12-22). It implies that churches are to be so engaged in corporate prayer that it would appear to onlookers as an unceasing priority and activity of church life.


    The Christian life is lived both individually and in community. Both are necessary. But the emphasis in the New Testament is living life as a Christian in community with other believers. We live and grow as a community. And part of that growth is expressed in prayer offered up collectively as a church. Most of the appeals for prayer in the New Testament are addressed to whole congregations rather than individuals! (see Rom 15:30, Eph 6:18, Col 4:2, 2 Thess 3:1, etc.)


    The great prayer for power in Ephesians 3:14-19 is expressed as being answered in the community rather than primarily individually:


    Now to him who is able to do far more abundantly than all that we ask or think, according to the power at work within us, to him be glory in the church and in Christ Jesus throughout all generations, forever and ever. Amen.


    Ephesians 3:20-21


    Typically churches do not encourage the practice of baptism or the Lord’s supper in small group gatherings. If the entire church is a house church, then it is entirely appropriate. But if the entire church is larger than the small group, baptisms and the Lord's supper are typically practiced as the entire church gathers together. It is a church-wide event of grace that displays its purpose and unity in a visible manner. Why then is prayer not also seen as a visible “corporate grace” of the entire gathered church? Why is prayer relegated to the private sphere or exclusively to small group gatherings of the church? Why is prayer not a regular expression of the entire gathered church?


    The gospel gave us the church. We are now the people of the Lord (Titus 2:14) who live our life in community. Our pursuit of sanctification is no longer a solitary project. It involves others. We are the Body of Christ that reflects the plurality and singularity of the Godhead through our diversity and unity. God is a community of three in One that communicates in eternal intra-Trinitarian fellowship. And the church is a mirror community that communicates with God, no longer just as individuals, but as many united voices.


    A biblical theology of corporate prayer teaches us that God’s people will become what they are—united in Christ—as we learn to speak to the Lord together. Speaking together, after all, trains the desires of our hearts to be united in faith, united in hope, united in love. Corporate prayer in the church requires the church to agree, to be without division, to be of the same mind and judgment (1 Cor. 1:10). It’s one way the church “stands firm in one spirit” and “with one mind strives side by side for the faith” (Phil. 1:27).

    Corporate prayer is a wonderful acting-out of the ontological unity that we have spiritually as we literally speak with one voice to God. To deny that, and to instead view the church’s gathering as your quiet time with five hundred other people, is to miss out. It screens out the local church from the reality experienced as a Christian. It’s an impoverishment. Participating in corporate prayer helps us discover that our lives as followers of Christ are tied up with one another’s.

    This is not an apologetic for not praying alone. Praying alone is vital to our spiritual lives and Jesus commanded us to do so (Matt 6:6)! Rather it is an appeal for the church to gather together for prayer that we might truly become “a house of prayer for the nations”. Just as the word taught and proclaimed corporately is a vital part of a true gospel church, so is corporate prayer with the gathered church. Most churches fulfill this in part by our songs lifted up in worship to God. Now may we extend that corporate “voice” to intercession for the nations of the world!


    These I will bring to my holy mountain, and make them joyful in my house of prayer… for my house shall be called a house of prayer for all peoples.


    Isaiah 56:7
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    Putting it into Practice: Lists, or Led by the Spirit?


    What is the best way to carry on a regular ministry of intercession? The question is very much like the question about how to carry on a regular ministry of evangelism to unbelievers. Should we just look for opportunities that God opens up as we go through life? Or should we schedule time with unbelievers and practice outreach as a regular discipline?


    Another form of the question is whether or not set times of prayer are necessary. Do we set aside certain amounts of time each day for prayer, or do we practice “an attitude of prayer” throughout the day?


    It seems the best answer to these questions is simply, “yes”. Our prayer life with God needs to be both planned (disciplined) and spontaneous (flowing from our relationship with Him). We see both types of praying in Scripture. Daniel prayed three times a day (Dan 6:10) and Nehemiah prayed “on the fly” as he worked (Neh 2:4).


    Epaphrus prayed earnestly for a set group of people that he knew (Col 4:12) as did the apostle Paul, who prayed for people by name (2 Tim 1:2-3, Philemon 1:4). Their prayers seem to have been disciplined, as well as labors of love propelled by the Spirit.


    Eph 6:18 gives clear directives to allow the Spirit to guide and direct our praying as we intercede for others. The context makes it clear that Scripture plays a large part in how the Spirit will guide our praying:


    Take the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God, praying at all times in the Spirit, with all prayer and supplication. To that end keep alert with all perseverance, making supplication for all the saints.


    Ephesians 6:17-18


    Since there are so many varied times and patterns of prayer in Scripture, we may rest assured that there is no single pattern that every believer should be bound to use. What matters is not the pattern, but the praying itself. The hardest part of praying is just to get started and do it!


    Here are a few thoughts on praying for others that will hopefully prove helpful and suggestive:


    
      	Make a list of primary relationships that God has entrusted to you. This would mean husbands and wives would pray for each other. Parents would pray for their children. Pastors would pray for those “in their charge” (1 Peter 5:3).


      	Pray for people who don’t like you, who have a tense relationship with, or who mistreat you (Luke 6:28).


      	Pray for those in authority, including leaders of countries (1 Tim 2:1). This may effect the spread of the gospel in those lands (1 Tim 2:2-4)!


      	Pray for fellow believers in your local church. Perhaps in large churches this could be confined to your small group etc. Use Scripture prayers and promises, making the prayers specific, practical and focusing on spiritual realities as Paul did in his prayers for believers. The “Take Words With You” manual is intended to supply much Scripture for this very task.


      	Pray for people to take the gospel to the world (Matt 9:38). The great need in outreach is for willing and bold believers. Also pray for the Spirit’s three-fold work towards unbelievers (John 16:8-10).


      	Pray for those that God “lays on your heart” with a special burden. This sometimes comes before prayer and often while praying. Always respond to a prompt to pray, lifting the person or persons or situation up to the Lord (Eph 1:6, 1 Thess 1:2, 2 Thess 1:3, Philemon 1:4).


      	Follow “the risings of faith” in your heart as you pray for others. The Puritans used to speak of this assurance in prayer as “praying through”. It is a God-given joy and assurance that God has granted the answer before it is given. I believe God does this when prayer according to His will (1 Jn 5:14-15) is mixed with the leading of the Spirit. We follow His promptings and the prayer burdens He gives until we “pray through” to the place of praise for the answer given!

    


     


    
      For example, in Isa 54:1 we find God telling a “barren one” to rejoice and break forth into singing. There are many spiritually barren believers, pastors and congregations that seem unable to bring others to “new birth” as the gospel is shared. The womb is barren. It is deeply discouraging, but God says, “Sing praise because I’m going to make the barren womb fruitful!” It is an amazing promise of spiritual fruitfulness and the expansion of the gospel among the nations of the world (vs 1-3)! The apostle Paul applies this very text to the church in Gal 4:27-28. And we discover that the promise that launches this great blessing is the redemption of our Lord in Isa 53. Tie “risings of faith” solidly to gospel promises, and you will be amazed at the answers God brings!
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    Putting it into Practice:

    Some Possible Patterns for Prayer


    The following are some suggestions for private, family and corporate prayer gatherings of the church. They are only intended to be suggestive. Railway lines help trains get to their destinations but provide no power to do so. So with all methods for prayer. They are only helpful when desperate and willing hearts, moved by the Spirit, are using the Scriptures to propel their praying forward!

              Realize that the great aim of your prayer time is to renew and refresh your mind with the gospel promises. The effect of this will be joy in your heart. A simple but effective way to apply the gospel to your heart each day is to answer the following four questions while meditating on gospel promises:

    Praying Always


    I am indebted to John Piper for insight I received from one of his messages that forms the basis of these thoughts:


    There is an interesting incident in Jesus’ life that gives us an insight into the importance of prayer in our lives. We know the story well. Jesus comes down from the Mount of Transfiguration and meets a crowd in confusion. A man with a demonized son is there but the disciples have been unable to cast the demon out (Mark 9:18). Jesus casts the demon out and then later when the disciples ask Him why they were unable to do so, He answers them this way:


    And when he had entered the house, his disciples asked him privately,“Why could we not cast it out?” And he said to them, “This kind cannot be driven out by anything but prayer.”


    Mark 9:28-29


    Now what is remarkable about that answer is that there is absolutely no record whatsoever of Jesus praying before He cast out the demon. In fact, it seemed to be done in a hurry when He saw the crowd starting to grow rapidly (Mark 9:25). What then did Jesus mean when He said that “this kind cannot be driven out by anything but prayer”? I believe He meant the secret life of prayer. His constant contact with the Father meant that He was ready to do battle when large spiritual challenges presented themselves. He was a man that was continuously filled with the Spirit.


    He would seek out time alone with God, often for hours at a time (Mark 1:35, Mark 6:46, etc.) but would also “pray without ceasing” as He lived and taught and ministered to people (compare John 8:28-29 and John 12:49-50 with the Messianic passage in Isa 50:4 for insight into how Jesus functioned). This life of prayer—both His set times of communion and crying out, as well as His living in a continuous fellowship with God by “walking in the light of His presence” (Ps 89:15)—was the secret of Jesus’powerful life.


    His life of prayer meant that He was ready each day for whatever came at Him. It appears that the disciples didn’t live this way. Perhaps they prayed hard before big challenges but loosened the grip on prayer during the mundane and ordinary (crises-praying rather than continuous-praying).


    It is interesting that Jesus defeated Satan in the wilderness using two inter-related weapons. He used the word of God but was at the same time filled with the Spirit (Luke 3:22, Luke 4:1,14). The Word is the “sword of the Spirit”after all (Eph 6:17). If the Spirit is not in control, the sword stays in it’s sheath.


    The life of prayer is a wonderful means of grace for the ongoing practice of prayer and living the Spirit-filled life. We eat that we may have the strength to continue to eat. We breathe that we may continue to breathe. So it is with prayer. It can’t be just an application point for a few months or something we get serious about before we preach or witness or counsel. Prayer is a precious gift of the gospel, and the gospel is believed and nurtured through prayer. We enjoy the greatest gift of the gospel, God Himself, in prayer. In the gospel, God gave Himself for us so that He could give Himself to us! Amazing grace!
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
