  Explain to them that Jesus is a friend that will not turn them away and that if they receive Him, they will become a child of God.
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  Step 3 Pray this prayer with them.

  Infilling of the Holy Spirit


  Step 1 Read and explain these scriptures to them.


  ...How much more shall your Heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to them that ask Him. (Luke 11:13)


  But ye shall receive power after that the Holy Spirit is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth. (Acts 1:8)


  And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance. (Acts 2:4)


  Explain to them that the Holy Spirit came into them when they were born again and that what they are doing is releasing the Spirit in their life.


  Explain to them that they will be able to pray in tongues, which is the initial sign of the indwelling Holy Spirit but they are releasing the fullness of the Holy Spirit in them. Tell them the Holy Spirit will give them the words to speak but they must release their mouth and voice to the Holy Spirit. (as in Acts 2:4) Tell them you will start praying in the Spirit, and for them (by faith) to pray with you in the Spirit. Tell them not to pray in English but to let their new prayer language come forth.


  Step 2 Pray this prayer with them.


  Father, I thank You for saving me. I ask You for the fullness of the Holy Spirit in my life. I release the Holy Spirit within me and I speak with other tongues as the Spirit gives me utterance. In Jesus’ Name.


  Now you begin to pray in the Spirit and encourage them to flow with you in their new prayer language.


  Start and stop praying with them at least three different times, so they will know they can pray in tongues anytime they want. This shows also that they have a prayer language to help them in prayer.
