Galatians 3:13-14
You heard and believed the message of truth, the Good News that he has saved you. In him you were sealed with the Holy Spirit whom he promised. This Holy Spirit is the guarantee that we will receive our inheritance. We have this guarantee until we are set free to belong to him. God receives praise and glory for this.
Ephesians 1:13-14
That is why you are no longer foreigners and outsiders but citizens together with God’s people and members of God’s family. You are built on the foundation of the apostles and prophets. Christ Jesus himself is the cornerstone. In him all the parts of the building fit together and grow into a holy temple in the Lord. Through him you, also, are being built in the Spirit together with others into a place where God lives.
Ephesians 2:19-22
I, a prisoner in the Lord, encourage you to live the kind of life which proves that God has called you. Be humble and gentle in every way. Be patient with each other and lovingly accept each other. Through the peace that ties you together, do your best to maintain the unity that the Spirit gives. There is one body and one Spirit. In the same way you were called to share one hope. There is one Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and Father of all, who is over everything, through everything, and in everything.
Ephesians 4:1-6
Don’t give God’s Holy Spirit any reason to be upset with you. He has put his seal on you for the day you will be set free from the world of sin.
Ephesians 4:30
Once you lived in the dark, but now the Lord has filled you with light. Live as children who have light.
Ephesians 5:8
Also take salvation as your helmet and the word of God as the sword that the Spirit supplies.
Ephesians 6:17
Live as citizens who reflect the Good News about Christ. Then, whether I come to see you or whether I stay away, I’ll hear all about you. I’ll hear that you are firmly united in spirit, united in fighting for the faith that the Good News brings.
Philippians 1:27
God revealed to the prophets that the things they had spoken were not for their own benefit but for yours. What the prophets had spoken, the Holy Spirit, who was sent from heaven, has now made known to you by those who spread the Good News among you. Be angry without sinning. Don’t go to bed angry. Don’t give the devil any opportunity to work.
Get rid of your bitterness, hot tempers, anger, loud quarreling, cursing, and hatred. Be kind to each other, sympathetic, forgiving each other as God has forgiven you through Christ.
Ephesians 4:26–27, 31-32
Therefore, put to death whatever is worldly in you: your sexual sin, perversion, passion, lust, and greed (which is the same thing as worshiping wealth). It is because of these sins that God’s anger comes on those who refuse to obey him. You used to live that kind of sinful life. Also get rid of your anger, hot tempers, hatred, cursing, obscene language, and all similar sins.
As holy people whom God has chosen and loved, be sympathetic, kind, humble, gentle, and patient. Put up with each other, and forgive each other if anyone has a complaint. Forgive as the Lord forgave you.
Colossians 3:5–8, 12–13
It was not God’s intention that we experience his anger but that we obtain salvation through our Lord Jesus Christ. He died for us so that, whether we are awake in this life or asleep in death, we will live together with him. Therefore, encourage each other and strengthen one another as you are doing.
1 Thessalonians 5:9-11
Finally, everyone must live in harmony, be sympathetic, love each other, have compassion, and be humble. Don’t pay people back with evil for the evil they do to you, or ridicule those who ridicule you. Instead, bless them, because you were called to inherit a blessing.

I’ve come to call sinners to change the way they think and act, not to call people who think they have God’s approval.”
Luke 5:30-31
Jesus, our Lord, was handed over to death because of our failures and was brought back to life so that we could receive God’s approval.
Romans 4:25
God’s choice does not depend on a person’s desire or effort, but on God’s mercy.

Through the blood of his Son, we are set free from our sins. God forgives our failures because of his overflowing kindness. He poured out his kindness by giving us every kind of wisdom and insight when he revealed the mystery of his plan to us. He had decided to do this through Christ.

With you we can walk over our enemies.

Then my enemies will retreat when I call to you.
This I know: God is on my side.
Psalm 56:9
Even though I walk into the middle of trouble,
you guard my life against the anger of my enemies.

The kingdom of heaven belongs to them.

They will certainly receive homes, brothers, sisters, mothers, children and fields, along with persecutions. But in the world to come they will receive eternal life. But many who are first will be last, and the last will be first.”
Mark 10:29-31
He promised to save us from our enemies
and from the power of all who hate us.
Luke 1:71
He promised to rescue us from our enemies’ power
so that we could serve him without fear
by being holy and honorable as long as we live.
Luke 1:74-75
What can we say about all of this? If God is for us, who can be against us? God didn’t spare his own Son but handed him over to death for all of us. So he will also give us everything along with him. Who will accuse those whom God has chosen? God has approved of them. Who will condemn them? Christ has died, and more importantly, he was brought back to life. Christ has the highest position in heaven. Christ also intercedes for us. What will separate us from the love Christ has for us? Can trouble, distress, persecution, hunger, nakedness, danger, or violent death separate us from his love? As Scripture says:
“We are being killed all day long because of you.
We are thought of as sheep to be slaughtered.”

Romans 5:17
As sin ruled by bringing death, God’s kindness would rule by bringing us his approval. This results in our living forever because of Jesus Christ our Lord.
Romans 5:21
This is true because he already knew his people and had already appointed them to have the same form as the image of his Son. Therefore, his Son is the firstborn among many children. He also called those whom he had already appointed. He approved of those whom he had called, and he gave glory to those whom he had approved of.
Romans 8:29-30
Those who are not my people
I will call my people.
Those who are not loved
I will call my loved ones.
Wherever they were told,
“You are not my people,”
they will be called children of the living God.
Romans 9:25-26
You belong to Christ, and Christ belongs to God.
1 Corinthians 3:23
God had Christ, who was sinless, take our sin so that we might receive God’s approval through him.
2 Corinthians 5:21
But when the right time came, God sent his Son into the world. A woman gave birth to him, and he came under the control of God’s laws. As a result, God in his kindness has given us his approval and we have become heirs who have the confidence that we have everlasting life.

Endure your discipline. God corrects you as a father corrects his children. All children are disciplined by their fathers.

I thank God that our Lord Jesus Christ rescues me! So I am obedient to God’s standards with my mind, but I am obedient to sin’s standards with my corrupt nature.

So those who are believers in Christ Jesus can no longer be condemned. The standards of the Spirit, who gives life through Christ Jesus, have set you free from the standards of sin and death.

My dear children, I’m writing this to you so that you will not sin. Yet, if anyone does sin, we have Jesus Christ, who has God’s full approval. So Scripture announced the Good News to Abraham ahead of time when it said, “Through you all the people of the world will be blessed.” So people who believe are blessed together with Abraham, the man of faith.

God sent him to pay for the freedom of those who were controlled by these laws so that we would be adopted as his children. Now, the way to receive God’s approval has been made plain in a way other than Moses’ Teachings. Moses’ Teachings and the Prophets tell us this. Everyone who believes has God’s approval through faith in Jesus Christ.
Romans 3:21-22
When people work, their pay is not regarded as a gift but something they have earned. However, when people don’t work but believe God, the one who approves ungodly people, their faith is regarded as God’s approval.
Romans 4:4-5
It is certain that death ruled because of one person’s failure. It’s even more certain that those who receive God’s overflowing kindness and the gift of his approval will rule in life because of one person, Jesus Christ.
Romans 5:17
God’s choice does not depend on a person’s desire or effort, but on God’s mercy.
Romans 9:16
God had Christ, who was sinless, take our sin so that we might receive God’s approval through him.
2 Corinthians 5:21
We were dead because of our failures, but he made us alive together with Christ. (It is God’s kindness that saved you.) God has brought us back to life together with Christ Jesus and has given us a position in heaven with him. He did this through Christ Jesus out of his generosity to us in order to show his extremely rich kindness in the world to come. God saved you through faith as an act of kindness. You had nothing to do with it. Being saved is a gift from God. It’s not the result of anything you’ve done, so no one can brag about it.
Ephesians 2:5-9
Good will, mercy, and peace from God the Father and Christ Jesus our Lord are yours!
1 Timothy 1:2
Certainly, we work hard and struggle to live a godly life, because we place our confidence in the living God. He is the Savior of all people, especially of those who believe.

God saved us and called us to be holy, not because of what we had done, but because of his own plan and kindness. Before the world began, God planned that Christ Jesus would show us God’s kindness.
2 Timothy 1:9
So we can go confidently to the throne of God’s kindness to receive mercy and find kindness, which will help us at the right time.

These things that I once considered valuable, I now consider worthless for Christ. It’s far more than that! I consider everything else worthless because I’m much better off knowing Christ Jesus my Lord. It’s because of him that I think of everything as worthless. I threw it all away in order to gain Christ and to have a relationship with him. This means that I didn’t receive God’s approval by obeying his laws. The opposite is true! I have God’s approval through faith in Christ. This is the approval that comes from God and is based on faith that knows Christ. Faith knows the power that his coming back to life gives and what it means to share his suffering. In this way I’m becoming like him in his death, with the confidence that I’ll come back to life from the dead.
Philippians 3:7-11
Jesus Christ is the same yesterday, today, and forever.

My dear friends, you have always obeyed, not only when I was with you but even more now that I’m absent. In the same way continue to work out your salvation with fear and trembling. It is God who produces in you the desires and actions that please him.

I, a prisoner in the Lord, encourage you to live the kind of life which proves that God has called you. Be humble and gentle in every way. Be patient with each other and lovingly accept each other. Through the peace that ties you together, do your best to maintain the unity that the Spirit gives. There is one body and one Spirit. In the same way you were called to share one hope. There is one Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and Father of all, who is over everything, through everything, and in everything.

Besides, God will give you his constantly overflowing kindness. Then, when you always have everything you need, you can do more and more good things.

His righteousness continues forever.”
God gives seed to the farmer and food to those who need to eat. God will also give you seed and multiply it. In your lives he will increase the things you do that have his approval. God will make you rich enough so that you can always be generous. Your generosity will produce thanksgiving to God because of us. What you do to serve others not only provides for the needs of God’s people, but also produces more and more prayers of thanksgiving to God. You will honor God through this genuine act of service because of your commitment to spread the Good News of Christ and because of your generosity in sharing with them and everyone else. With deep affection they will pray for you because of the extreme kindness that God has shown you. I thank God for his gift that words cannot describe.

Sin gives death its sting, and God’s standards give sin its power. Thank God that he gives us the victory through our Lord Jesus Christ.
1 Corinthians 15:51-57
As all of us reflect the Lord’s glory with faces that are not covered with veils, we are being changed into his image with ever-increasing glory. This comes from the Lord, who is the Spirit.
2 Corinthians 3:18
We, however, are citizens of heaven. We look forward to the Lord Jesus Christ coming from heaven as our Savior. Through his power to bring everything under his authority, he will change our humble bodies and make them like his glorified body.
Philippians 3:20-21
When people take oaths, they base their oaths on someone greater than themselves. Their oaths guarantee what they say and end all arguments. God wouldn’t change his plan. He wanted to make this perfectly clear to those who would receive his promise, so he took an oath. God did this so that we would be encouraged. God cannot lie when he takes an oath or makes a promise. These two things can never be changed. Those of us who have taken refuge in him hold on to the confidence we have been given. God gives seed to the farmer and food to those who need to eat. God will also give you seed and multiply it. In your lives he will increase the things you do that have his approval. God will make you rich enough so that you can always be generous. Your generosity will produce thanksgiving to God because of us. What you do to serve others not only provides for the needs of God’s people, but also produces more and more prayers of thanksgiving to God. You will honor God through this genuine act of service because of your commitment to spread the Good News of Christ and because of your generosity in sharing with them and everyone else. With deep affection they will pray for you because of the extreme kindness that God has shown you. I thank God for his gift that words cannot describe.

Psalm 95:6-7
The LORD rules as king.
Let the earth rejoice.
Let all the islands be joyful.
Psalm 97:1
Hallelujah!
Give thanks to the LORD because he is good,
because his mercy endures forever.
Psalm 106:1
With my mouth I will give many thanks to the LORD.
I will praise him among many people,
because he stands beside needy people
to save them from those who would
condemn them to death.
Psalm 109:30-31
Praise the LORD, all you nations!
Praise him, all you people of the world!
His mercy toward us is powerful.
The LORD’s faithfulness endures forever.
Hallelujah!
Psalm 117
Break out into shouts of joy, ruins of Jerusalem.
The LORD will comfort his people.
He will reclaim Jerusalem.
The LORD will show his holy power to all the nations.
All the ends of the earth will see the salvation of our God.
Isaiah 52:9-10
If you stop trampling on the day of worship
and doing as you please on my holy day,
if you call the day of worship a delight
and the LORD’s holy day honorable,
if you honor it by not going your own way,
by not going out when you want, and by not talking idly,
then you will find joy in the LORD.
I will make you ride on the heights of the earth.
I will feed you with the inheritance of your ancestor Jacob.
The LORD has spoken.
Isaiah 58:13-14
The Spirit of the Almighty LORD is with me
because the LORD has anointed me
to deliver good news to humble people.
He has sent me

to announce that captives will be set free
and prisoners will be released.

to comfort all those who grieve.
He has sent me
to provide for all those who grieve in Zion,
to give them crowns instead of ashes,
the oil of joy instead of tears of grief,
and clothes of praise instead of a spirit of weakness.

Praise the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! Through Christ, God has blessed us with every spiritual blessing that heaven has to offer.

This Holy Spirit is the guarantee that we will receive our inheritance. We have this guarantee until we are set free to belong to him. God receives praise and glory for this.
Ephesians 1:13-14
Jesus Christ will fill your lives with everything that God’s approval produces. Your lives will then bring glory and praise to God.
Philippians 1:11
Always be joyful in the Lord! I’ll say it again: Be joyful! Let everyone know how considerate you are. The Lord is near. Never worry about anything. But in every situation let God know what you need in prayers and requests while giving thanks. Then God’s peace, which goes beyond anything we can imagine, will guard your thoughts and emotions through Christ Jesus.
Philippians 4:4-7
You received Christ Jesus the Lord, so continue to live as Christ’s people. Sink your roots in him and build on him. Be strengthened by the faith that you were taught, and overflow with thanksgiving.

His name will be on their foreheads. There will be no more night, and they will not need any light from lamps or the sun because the Lord God will shine on them. They will rule as kings forever and ever.
Revelation 22:1-5
God makes promises. He cares enough to take personal interest in what happens in his world. More important, he is wise enough to know what should be pledged, what works for our good and his glory.
Most important, he is able to do all that he says he will do.
As you see in this collection of Bible texts, God’s promises extend to every corner of life with encouragement and challenge. Not all the promises of Scripture apply to all people in all times. Some of the promises in this book were specifically directed to individuals or groups. Still, these promises often teach principles of God’s concern that apply to us in moments of weakness, doubt, and fear.
A psalm writer who lived centuries before Jesus Christ came to earth, thought about God’s promises and what they mean:
O LORD, your mercy reaches to the heavens,
your faithfulness to the skies.
Your righteousness is like the mountains of God,
your judgments like the deep ocean.
You save people and animals, O LORD.
Your mercy is so precious, O God,
that Adam’s descendants take refuge
in the shadow of your wings.
They are refreshed with the rich foods in your house,
and you make them drink from the river of your pleasure.
Indeed, the fountain of life is with you.
In your light we see light.
Psalm 36:5-9
Unfortunately, some of these promises—the light by which we see light—aren’t for every person. Many people want good things in their lives, but they don’t care to know the giver of those good things. They do not have the relationship that God has said he desires of a people he calls his.
The Bible speaks of God’s promises as his acts of love and acceptance of those who love and accept him. He has set aside those who know him to himself and given them lavish guarantees of what he has done, is doing, and will continue to do. Being one of God’s people means accepting the one God sent to save us. The well-known promise of John 3:16 is that “God loved the world this way: He gave his only Son so that everyone who believes in him will not die but will have eternal life.”
John 1 in the New Testament looks at the coming of Jesus and the promises that were fulfilled in him. John described Jesus as “the Word”—God’s greatest communication with humanity—for in Jesus, God himself came to dwell in human form:
In the beginning the Word already existed. The Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was already with God in the beginning. Everything came into existence through him. Not one thing that exists was made without him. He was the source of life, and that life was the light for humanity. The light shines in the dark, and the dark has never extinguished it.
John 1:1-5
John goes on to declare that we can have a personal relationship with Jesus and, by believing that he is God, become God’s children:
However, he gave the right to become God’s children to everyone who believed in him. These people didn’t become God’s children in a physical way—from a human impulse or from a husband’s desire to have a child. They were born from God.
John 1:12-13
Jesus said, “I am the one who brings people back to life, and I am life itself. Those who believe in me will live even if they die. Everyone who lives and believes in me will never die. Do you believe that?” (John 11:25–25).
What must you believe concerning this source of life in order to have it? The Bible’s answer is that first you must face the evil that you have done and admit that you cannot be God’s unless Jesus takes away your dirtiness and makes you acceptable.
God cannot have evil in his majestic presence, and we all do the things he forbids. The book of Romans tells us, “There is no difference between people. Because all people have sinned, they have fallen short of God’s glory” (3:22-23). We fall short of whatever moral standards we set for ourselves, let alone the standards set by a creator who is perfect and holy. Without an answer to sin, none of us can escape the judgment that God has also promised.
Our hopeless plight changed dramatically when Jesus Christ, “God with us,” took personal sins vicariously on himself and accepted God’s judgment. Jesus fulfilled God’s promises by accepting God’s rejection and death although he was without sin.
Romans 5:21 makes this promise that explains what happened: “As sin ruled by bringing death, God’s kindness would rule by bringing us his approval. This results in our living forever because of Jesus Christ our Lord.”
After admitting our need, the second action we must take is to believe that Jesus is the one he said he was and accept him as our ruler, our “Lord.” When one man asked how to be saved, he heard the wonderful promise, “Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you and your family will be saved” (Acts 16:30).
There is nothing else that anyone can do to be accepted by God. Jesus said, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one goes to the Father except through me” (John 14:6).
Once we believe, turning over our life to Jesus, we can hear a great promise from Romans 5:1-2:
Now that we have God’s approval by faith, we have peace with God because of what our Lord Jesus Christ has done. Through Christ we can approach God and stand in his favor. So we brag because of our confidence that we will receive glory from God.
If you have that relationship with Jesus and peace with God, read and fall in love with the Bible. If you haven’t gotten to know other Christians, look for a church that makes a point of teaching what the Bible says. The church is filled with people who struggle with sin just as you do, people who must continually rely on the promise of 1 John 1:9 that “if we confess our sins, he forgives them and cleanses us from everything we’ve done wrong.”
Now read the promises in this book of Bible promises again. If you have accepted Jesus as Lord, every one of them belongs to you.
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
