   The six questions are… Who? What? When? Where? Why? How?
 
   The basic idea is for you to make up at least six questions beginning with those words. There are not exact questions for every passage, each passage will be different. Some questions will be more important for some passages, and not so important for others. There may not be all six questions for every passage.

   “The true meaning of a verse is the one provided by its context.  Most false doctrines and aberrant teachings arise from neglecting this principle.” -Skip Hetizig, How To Study The Bible, Page 73
 
   There are four steps to a solid context study.  Each one plays a vital role in helping us stay aligned with God’s word.
 
   Summarize the immediate context of the passage.
 
   Here we write a few sentences explaining what the surrounding verses are talking about.  A good rule of thumb is to look at the ten verses before the passage and ten verses after the passage.
 
   Summarize the remote context of the passage.
 
   The remote context has a much broader view.  Here you should consider the surrounding chapters of the passage that you are studying.  When the passage is in a smaller book this would include a summary of the book.  If the passage is in a larger book then a good practice is read the paragraph headings in the chapters before and after to get a good understanding of the subjects being addressed.
 
   Ask the six questions of the passage.
 
   The important thing to remember in this step is to ask the question of the passage itself.
 
   Who - Who wrote/received this passage?
 
   What - What type of passage is this? 
 
                               (Narrative, poetry, prophetic, teaching)
 
   When - When was the passage written? 
 
   Where - Where was this written? Where was it received?
 
   Why - Why did the author write this book? 
 
   How - How does this passage contribute to that purpose?
 
    
 
   Is there any cultural relevance here?

   Here is the final piece and the ultimate purpose for studying the Bible. After considering all aspects of the passage and recognizing the focus, getting insight from the Spirit and understanding the context, we are now better equipped to be changed by the Word.
 
   Look for application in each of the following categories. Most passages will not have something for every category.
 
   1. Promises I Must Believe:
 
   Write down the promises you find in the passage.
 
   Promise Examples: Jesus said He will come again. All who desire to live godly will suffer persecution. I will never leave you nor forsake you.
 
   2. Attributes Of God I Must Consider:
 
   You are getting to know God, and there is so much to learn about Him! His love, patience, kindness, mercy, goodness, grace…what He likes and what He doesn’t like. Understanding who God is helps us to trust Him, love Him, and rely upon Him completely.
 
   3. Commands I Must Obey:
 
   Write the commands that are given in the passage, either to do, or to not do.
 
   Examples: Husbands, love your wives.  Children, obey your parents.  Do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed.  Walk in the light.  Love your neighbor as yourself.  Love the Lord your God with all your heart, soul, mind and strength.
 
   4. Examples I Must Follow:
 
   These are any examples found in the passage. Sometimes the author will use himself as an example.  Paul did this a lot.
 
   Sometimes the author will point out an example, from the Old Testament, or the life of Christ. Jesus used the good Samaritan as an example.
 
   Sometimes the example will not be specifically mentioned, but the story told provides us an example.  Any time we study a narrative type of passage we can use the individuals mentioned as examples to follow, or not to follow. 
 
   5. Sin I Must Confess:
