Chapter 1 The Kingdom of God is
JOY

“Hi! My name is Ribbons the clown and I know what you are all
thinking. Why do I look like this: short and cute. I am working
undercover. I am in the witness protection program, so if I say 
something you don’t like you can’t stone me because you don’t know
who I am! 

I have a secret mission. My mission is to: “Feed God’s people JOY”
and here it is (hold up a big bottle of the dish soap Joy). I bring you
good news today. God loves you and He still does signs, wonders, 
and miracles today, and I can prove it… signs (hold up a sign, pause
for laughs), miracles (hold up Miracle-Whip mayonnaise jar) and 
wonders (hold up a bag of Wonder bread, pause for laugh). Heb 13:8 
says that Jesus Christ is the same yesterday today and forever. He
still does signs and miracles and I can prove it…” (Go into audience
and heal someone.) 

My name is Robin Bremer, and this is the opening to
my shows. I use this in the beginning of all my shows, 
whether on the street or in the churches. Everything about
God is full of joy, peace, and His presence on us. 

This book is my journey of being a powerless Christian 
to becoming a Child of God, full of power, peace, and joy. This
book will wake you and shake you and take you to a place
where you trust God and His love for you. You will the joy of 
the kingdom begin to have a powerful relationship with God
and begin to step into the wonderful calling He has on your
life.

Psychoneuroimmunology is the study of
the effect laughter on the body.

Laughter is great for blood pressure. It will make you look
younger, improve your stamina, help you sleep, and
strengthen the immune system. Having a sense of humor can 
add years to your life. It helps in creativity, productivity and
motivation. Studies show that 100 laughs equal 10 miles for
the heart muscles. Laughter is a 10 times stronger painkiller
than Morphine.

We are to be filled with Joy and the expression of Joy is
laughter. God is a good God and a loving Father, and until we
believe He is for us personally and loves us, we will not find
true joy or peace.

Emotions cause chemicals to be released in your body. 
Laughter releases endorphins that speed up health and
immune systems. Anger causes stress and disease. 

The Bible tells us to get rid of anger before the sun goes
down. Grief and sorrow are dangerous emotions. God says to
get rid of them by morning. Fear is a spirit that controls your
life and it introduces itself when you are frightened, but its job
is to make you paralyzed.


What Does God Say About Joy?

Joy is the solution to our problems, the state of our
country and all our fears. Sorrow is something Jesus took on 
the cross and bore for us. “Surely he hath borne our griefs, 
and carried our sorrows.”  (Isa 53:4)

We no longer should allow it in our lives. The church
should be the most joyful place there is and Christians the
kingdom of god is joy should be the most joyful people!

Whenever the Bible talks about sorrow, it always
relates it to joy. Joy is to replace sorrow. Sorrow in the original
language means worry, pain, anger, and grief. These things
can break and kill, “...by sorrow of the heart the spirit is
broken.” (Pr 15:13) “...the sorrow of the world worketh
death.” (2 Cor 7:10)

Joy is from God, and it is more powerful than sorrow.
“Therefore the redeemed (that is us) of the LORD shall return
and everlasting joy shall be upon their head: they shall obtain 
gladness and joy; and sorrow and mourning shall flee away.” 
(Isa 35:10)

Joy is our strength. “For thou art the God of my
strength (joy) …why go I mourning because of the oppression 
of the enemy?” (Ps 43:2)

This scripture points out that laughter and joy are
opposite of mourning, heaviness, sorrow, and oppression. “I
will turn their mourning into joy, and will comfort them, and
make them rejoice from their sorrow.” (Jer 31:13)

“The voice of joy.” (Jer 33:11) Joy has a voice! God
wants to turn your sorrow and oppression into JOY. “From
sorrow to joy, and from mourning into a good day: (reason for
joy) that they should make them days of feasting and joy.”
(Est 9:22)

God wants you to have abundance in all areas of your life. 
“The ransomed of the LORD shall return, (God wants you to
come out of the bondage that is in the world.) …joy upon their
heads: they shall obtain joy and gladness, and sorrow and
sighing shall flee away.” (Isa 35:10) Sorrow flees when JOY
shows up. “Ye shall be sorrowful, but your sorrow shall be
turned into joy.” (John 16:20)the joy of the kingdom 


Sorrow and Joy: Spiritual Forces

The devil also uses oppression to bring sorrow. They are
“diminished and brought low through oppression, affliction 
and sorrow.” (Ps 107:39) 

Oppression means misery, a sense of loss, guilt, remorse, or
deep disappointment. Our spirit is broken when we are
sorrowful. Joy is the answer to sorrow and mourning. “To
give unto them …the oil of joy for mourning,” (Isa 61:3)  Joy is
strength. “The Joy of the Lord is our strength.” (Neh 8:10) 

Sorrow is from the devil and is meant to destroy us. The next
scripture says that not only is our spirit broken, but a broken
spirit dries the bones. We become sick when we are sad. 
Laughter and joy are naturally healing to our bodies. Doctors
say people with a sense of humor get well faster. Some
doctors tell dying patients to go home and watch funny
programs on TV. “Rested from their enemies,… from sorrow
to joy, and from mourning into a good day: that they should
make them days of feasting and joy, and of sending …gifts to
the poor.”(Est 9:22)  

Both sorrow and joy are spiritual forces. Sorrow is what the
world experiences and is from the devil, but joy is from God
and overcomes sorrow. “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, 
because he hath anointed me (with the spirit of joy) to preach
the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the
brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and
recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are
bruised, (Luke 4:18).  All this is action.

When you know the goodness of God and who you are
in Christ, you will have joy to walk just like He did. “God
anointed Jesus … with the Holy Ghost and with power.” (Acts
the kingdom of god is joy 10:38) Jesus was anointed with joy!
“Thy God, hath anointed thee with the oil of gladness above
thy fellows.” (Heb 1:9)  In the original language, Hebrew, joy
and gladness are interpreted from the same word.

The kingdom of God is… “Righteousness, peace and JOY in
the HOLY SPIRIT.” (Rom 14:17)  JOY is POWER in the Holy
Spirit, which is IN YOU! You have this same power and Joy in
you through the Holy Spirit. “Now he which established us
with you in Christ, and hath anointed us, is God” (2Cor 1:21)  
We have this same anointing. We are in Christ and Jesus is our
head. The head and the body are the same.


When we are not filled with
Joy it affects things around us.

“The vine is dried up... all the trees of the field, are withered:
because joy is withered away from the sons of men.” (Joel
1:12)  If we are in Him, we should be filled with JOY! “He is
anointed with JOY” (Ps 45:7) 

We are even called God’s garden.(1 Cor 3:9)  “… the garden of
the LORD; joy and gladness shall be found therein,” (Isa 51:3) 
(we are to bring the fruit, JOY, to others). In the Garden of 
Eden there was Joy and gladness.

We should be filled with JOY. When we have joy in
God, we have laughter!! “Then was our mouth filled with 
laughter, … then said they among the heathen, The LORD
hath done great things for them.” (Ps 126:2) 

God also laughs, He laughs at the foolishness of evil doings. 
(Pr 1:26, 2:4, 37:13, 59:8) Because God has done great things for
us, we can laugh and have great joy.

Get Drunk and Forget Your Problems

Now let’s discuss how wine in the natural makes a the
joy of the kingdom person laugh and the heart glad. It is a 
copy of the true laughter and joy, the Holy Spirit. “A merry
heart doeth good like a medicine: but a broken spirit dries the
bones.” (Pr 17:22)

God also says that if we have a merry heart we have a feast
(we have a) “… continual feast.”(Pr 15:15)  “A feast is made
for laughter, and wine makes life merry” (Ecc 10:19) The Holy
Spirit baptism is associated with wine, “These are not drunk
as you suppose … but this was what Joel prophesied.” (Acts
2:15) 


God wants us to laugh and be
joyful.

“Jesus is the vine and we are the branches.” (John 15:1-5) 
Vines create grapes that make wine. The Holy Spirit is related
to wine in the Bible. The Holy Spirit has joy and laughter.
Communion is representative of wine. The Bible says wine is
to make the heart glad. Can you see how God pulls it all 
together? God wants us to be joyful. The world gets drunk to
forget problems and have a good time. That is a COPY of 
what God has for us. We are to get drunk in the Holy Spirit!
Everything God has for us, the devil copies and twists. “Wine
that makes glad the heart of man...” (Ps 104:15)  Wine is the
world’s imitation of being filled with the Holy Spirit. “A feast
is made for laughter, and wine maketh merry.” (Ecc 10:19) 

The Holy Spirit fills us with joy “They were all filled
with the Holy Ghost... : Others mocking said, these men are
full of new wine.”(Acts 2:1, 13,15 & 16)  The Bible says “new 
wine for new wine skins so we could be filled with the Holy
Spirit.” (Luke 5:36) Here the Bible compares drunkenness with
being filled with the Holy Spirit. “These are not drunken, as ye
suppose… But this is that which was spoken by the prophet
Joel.” (Joel 2:28) They must have been acting like drunken
people for someone to accuse them of drunkenness. Ephesians
5:18 tells us that, “Be not drunk the kingdom of god is joy with
wine, wherein is excess; but be filled with the Spirit.”

This next scripture shows us that our reaction to wine is
SEEN. “Their heart shall rejoice as through wine: yea, their
children shall see it, and be glad; their heart shall rejoice in the
LORD.” (Eph 5:16,18)  “The new wine (Holy Spirit) is put into
new wine skins” (Matthew 9, Mark 2, Luke 5) The “new wine
skins” represents our born again spirit – and that is what is
happening in the next scripture. “... know ye not that your
body is the temple of the Holy Ghost which is in you.” (1 Cor
6:10) 

The scriptures above and below compare being filled
with the Holy Spirit as having the appearance of being
drunk on natural wine; however, the Holy Spirit is the new
wine, supernatural wine. Jesus also turned water into wine
at the wedding.

This is a picture of what Jesus did when He died on the
cross. He married us, we became one through the blood and
our flesh is filled with the Holy Spirit and JOY. “…tasted the
water that was made wine, This beginning of miracles did
Jesus …and manifested forth his glory.” (John 2:9,11) 

As we continue, we can see how communion brings us
to the same place but from a different angle. Communion is
the body and blood (wine) of Jesus... “Jesus took bread, and
blessed it, and brake it, and gave it to the disciples, and said, 
'Take, eat; this is my body.' And he took the cup, and gave
thanks, and gave it to them, saying, 'Drink ye all of it; For this
is my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for
the remission of sins.'” (Matt 26:26-28) 

The cup of wine represented the new covenant. We are to be
filled with the Holy Spirit and JOY. He is the vine and we are
the branches and we are to bring forth fruit. Fruit is having
our prayers answered. We pray: Your the joy of the kingdom 
kingdom come, Your will be done on earth as it is in Heaven. 
“Likewise, I say unto you, there is joy in the presence of the
angels of God.” (Luke 15:10)  

When we are filled with Joy in the Holy Spirit, we will lay
hands on people and animals and see them healed, raise the
dead, cast out demons, etc. That brings us, them, and God, 
joy! It’s living on earth, as we will in Heaven, in God’s will! It
is the kingdom of God in us bringing Heaven on earth.... “the
kingdom of God is …righteousness, and peace, and joy IN the
Holy Ghost.” (Rom 14:17)  Again, we have a comparison of 
drunk on wine with filled with the Holy Spirit. “Behold, this is
the joy of his way, … he fills thy mouth with , and thy lips
with rejoicing.” (Job 8:19 & 21)*


Joy and Laughter – Working
Together

Here we see joy and laughter connected. “Therefore
with joy shall ye draw water out of the wells of salvation.” (Isa
12:3) 

We receive from the Lord when we are joyful. This next
scripture is key. When we are filled with joy, we draw others
to us. It is easy to witness when we are filled with joy. People
want to serve a God who they can see brings joy to everyone.
“Restore unto me the joy of thy salvation; and uphold me with
thy free spirit. Then …sinners shall be converted unto thee.”
(Ps 51:12-13) This applies to witnessing. We GO…. And
witness with joy and lead with peace. “For ye shall go out
with joy, and be led forth with peace.” (Isa 55:12)

“Let the saints be joyful in glory:” (Ps 149:5)  When we are in
God’s presence or in the glory, it brings joy. “Thou hast
turned for me my mourning into dancing: thou hast put off 
my sackcloth, and girded me with gladness.” (Ps 30:11) the
kingdom of god is joy

The Lord brings us out of captivity with Joy. “And he brought
forth his people with joy, and his chosen with gladness” (Ps
105:43) “When the LORD turned again the captivity of Zion, 
we were like them that dream. Then was our mouth filled
with laughter, and our tongue with singing: then said they
among the heathen, The LORD hath done great things for
them.” (Ps 126:1-5) Our joy gets the attention of the heathen!


Here the Bible talks about the
oil of joy or gladness. 

The anointing on Jesus was the oil of JOY. The anointing
destroyed the yokes and bondage’s.
“Thou hast loved righteousness, and hated iniquity; therefore
God, even thy God, hath anointed thee with the oil of gladness
above thy fellows.” (Ps 45:7)* “The Spirit of the Lord GOD is
upon me; because the LORD hath anointed me to preach good
tidings;… to comfort all that mourn; To appoint unto them 
tidings;… to comfort all that mourn; To appoint unto them 

3)* “…and it shall come to pass in that day, that his burden
shall be taken away from off thy shoulder, and his yoke from 
off thy neck, and the yoke shall be destroyed because of the
anointing.” (Isa 10:27)  The anointing of Joy destroys yokes
and burdens!

Joy can be full. “Thou hast made known to me the ways of life;
thou shalt make me full of joy with thy countenance.” (Acts
2:28) Being in God’s presence fills us with Joy. “…And the
disciples were filled with joy, and with the Holy Ghost.” (Acts
13:52)  So if you can be full, you can be empty, or half full.

The kingdom of God is power that brings joy. “Now the God
of hope fill you with all joy and peace in believing, that ye
may abound in hope, through the power of the Holy Ghost.”
(Rom 15:13) “For unclean spirits… came out of many the joy
of the kingdom … and many taken with palsies, and that were
lame, were healed. And there was great joy in that city.” (Acts
8:7-8) 


Joy refreshes your spirit. It is
spiritual power.

“That I may come unto you with joy by the will of God, and
may with you be refreshed.” (Rom 15:32) “

... exceedingly the more...because his spirit was refreshed by
you all.” (2Cor 7:13)  “Yea, brother, let me have joy of thee in
the Lord: refresh my bowels in the Lord.” (Phil 1:20)  
Refreshing comes from spending time with God... “times of 
refreshing shall come from the presence of the Lord.” (Acts
3:19)  “In Your presence is fullness of joy.” (Ps 16:11) “… for
God had made them rejoice with great joy: the wives also and
the children rejoiced: so that the joy of Jerusalem was heard
even afar off.” (Neh 12:43)  

J

oy is one-third of the Kingdom of God. “The Kingdom of God
is… Righteousness, peace and JOY in the Holy Spirit.” (Rom 
14:17) The kingdom of God is in the Holy Spirit, in you, in
power, and NOW. “…the kingdom of God is within you.”
(Luke 17:21)  “For the kingdom of God is not in word, but in
power.” (1 Cor 4:20)  “But if I cast out devils by the Spirit of 
God, then the kingdom of God is come unto you.” (Matt 12:28)

The Kingdom of God is God’s government, operating on 
earth. It’s God’s way of doing things. It’s God operating
through the Holy Spirit in you – to affect and change your life
and events on this planet.

“But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace...” (Gal 5:2)  Does
this scripture above sound familiar? The Kingdom of God is
righteousness, PEACE and JOY in the Holy Spirit. Joy is a 
spiritual substance that has power to change the physical. It is
part of the Kingdom of God in you to rule and have dominion
on earth.


The kingdom of God is joy

As Christians, we are the flesh on earth today carrying
the presence of God. 

We must to learn how to get into God’s presence and leak
Him out to others. We should be oozing with JOY! We are the
answer to today’s problems. Someone is looking for you
because you have the answer to his or her problems.

Jesus said to “put new wine into new wine skins.”  This is
what God showed me. Our born again spirit is the new wine
skin. We hold the new wine (Holy Spirit). The Holy Spirit put
this scripture together with another scripture. John 2 shows
Jesus turning water into wine and was the FIRST miracle He
did. It was at a wedding that He first showed His Glory.

I asked God in prayer why He did that as the first miracle. He
said, "The first thing my Bride needs is for the rivers of living
water coming out of them to be turned to wine. I saved the
best wine until now so that My bride could show My Glory in
these end times."

He also showed me that the water at the wedding was water
in religious containers (tradition and religion). He turned it
into wine, new wine (freedom from the law into the freedom
of the Holy Spirit, which is how He wants His church to live). 
He put that with Acts 2, which says: “These are not drunk AS
YOU suppose.” He wants us filled with the Holy Spirit so that
we are drunk. Remember the drunkenness in the world is a 
copy of the drunkenness of the Holy Spirit.

Let's take a look at one last thing about joy
. Joy is a 
reward! In the parable of the talents, the servant who gained
more was rewarded with more. Being invited to enter into the
joy of the Lord was also his reward. Take a look at Matthew
25:15-46. Also, Jesus endured the cross for the "joy" set in front
of Him in Hebrews 12:2. That was the same "JOY" He was
anointed with.

“You have loved righteousness and hated lawlessness; 
Therefore God, Your God, has anointed You With the oil of 
gladness (JOY) more than Your companions." (Is 45:7, Heb 1:9)

I believe this scripture of hating lawlessness is in reference to
Satan ruling illegally on the earth, not man breaking the
covenant rules. This is the same lawlessness in end times that
will make people's love grow cold and they will depart from
the faith “....And because lawlessness will abound, the love of 
many will grow cold.” (Matt 24:12) So in conclusion, JOY is a 
spiritual force especially strong in end times. When we start
seeing all the goodness of God instead of our shame, sin,
condemnation, and guilt, we will begin to focus instead on 
Him and His goodness. We will have revival, and it will be a 
revival of JOY




Chapter 2 The Kingdom of God is
The Kingdom of Love

In order to walk in God's presence and power, you must
understand He is for you and not against you. You are a loved
child of God. You are not an accident. God has a plan and a 
purpose for you. 

God is a good Father, and He loves YOU, His child. He has
provided for you. He wants you to have all you need. If we as
humans try to be good to our children, how much more does
God want to do good for us?

“And we have known and believed the love that God has for
us.” (1 John 4:16) 

Do you know how much God loves you? “For God so loved
the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever
believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.” 
(John 3:16) The first step in receiving all God has for you is to
receive His FREE gift of life. “That if thou shalt confess with 
thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that
God hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.”
(Rom 10:9) Ask Jesus to be your Lord and believe God raised
Him from the dead and you will be saved. Being saved is not
something you clean up for or earn; it is a free gift. Being
saved means that Jesus made a way so you could live on earth
as you will in heaven. The kingdom of God is the kingdom of 
love

Salvation means sound in body, well, safe, and do
well.
Salvation is a relationship with God by the sacrifice of Jesus, 
God (Holy Spirit) comes to live in you and fill you with 
Himself. So you see, salvation is more than going to heaven
when you die.“He that spared not his own Son, but delivered
him up for us all, how shall he not with him also freely give us
all things?” (Rom 8:32) 


If He sent His Son to die
for you, how much more will He
give you?

He already gave you the biggest, best, most valuable thing He
has — the life of His Son. He gave Jesus so He could have
MORE family, YOU! He wants to protect you. He has
delivered you from every evil work. “And the Lord shall 
deliver me from every evil work, and will preserve me unto
his heavenly kingdom.” (2 Tim 4:18) 

“Who gave himself for our sins, that he might deliver us from 
this present evil world, according to the will of God.” (Gal 1:4)

Look at all the scriptures that tell
all He has delivered us from.

“Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being
made a curse for us.” (Gal 3:13) 
“The thief (devil) cometh not, but for to steal, and to kill, and
to destroy: I (Jesus) am come that they might have life, and
that they might have it more abundantly.” (John 10:10) 
He gave you His divine nature. “Whereby are given unto us
exceeding great and precious promises: that by these ye might
be partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the
corruption that is in the world through lust.” (2 Pet 1:4) 

He has given you all you need for life and godliness. 
“According as his divine power hath given unto us all things
that pertain unto life and godliness, through the knowledge of
him.” (2 Pet 1:3) “Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord
Jesus Christ, who hath blessed us with all spiritual blessings in
heavenly places in Christ.” (Eph 1:3) 

He gives you all things and holds nothing back. “God, who
giveth us richly all things to enjoy.” (1 Tim 6:17) “… no good
thing will he withhold from them that walk uprightly.” (Ps
84:11) 


He desires fellowship with you
and to make His will known to you.

He wants to have fellowship with you, a personal deep
relationship. “Ye were called unto the fellowship of his Son 
Jesus Christ our Lord.” (1 Cor 1:9) Understanding what the
will of the Lord is.” (Eph 5:17) He wants you to understand
His will. It should not be a mystery. “But the Comforter,
which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my
name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to
your remembrance,” (John 14:26) 

He makes you free from guilty thoughts of not being
good enough. After reading these next couple of scriptures,
should you believe the lie of the enemy and feel dirty or
worthless, know God and come into His presence.
“…to present you holy and unblameable and unreproveable
in his sight.” (Col 1:22) “Let us draw near with a true heart in
full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an 
evil conscience.” (Heb 10:21) 

“How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the
eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your
conscience from dead works to serve the living God?” (Heb
9:14) When YOU know that, if you ask Him to forgive you of 
your sins, then you will have no more problems with feeling
guilty or inferior.

He also has healed you. He wants His kids healthy to do His
work and free from pain and sorrow of any kind. He never
puts sickness or disease on you to teach, humble, or punish
you or to get glory out of it. … “by whose stripes ye were
healed.” (1 Pet 2:24) 

“… came to be healed of their diseases… and they were
healed.” (Luke 6:17-19) 

“Jesus Christ the same yesterday, and today, and for
ever.” (Heb 13:8) 

He healed everyone who had a NEED to be healed! If you are
sick, then you have a need to be healed. “And healed them
that had need of healing.” (Luke 9:11) 

He wants you to prosper in everything you do, because
He loves you so much. 

This next scripture shows you that God's will is for you
to be prosperous in every area of your life. “Beloved, I wish
above all things that thou mayest prosper and be in health,
even as thy soul prospereth.” (3 John 1:2) 

Now, you receive God’s love. Have faith in His love for you. 
Check yourself; are you walking in love? God tells us to:
1. Love God

2Love our neighbors as ourselves
3Love our enemies (Matt 5:44)
4Love one another (John 13:35)

If God asks us to walk in love and provide for people we see
in need, how much more will He provide for us? “For I was
hungry, and ye gave me meat: I was thirsty, and ye gave me
drink: I was a stranger, and ye took me in: Naked, and ye
clothed me: I was sick, and ye visited me: I was in prison, and
ye came unto me. Then shall the righteous answer him,
saying, Lord, when saw we thee hungry, and fed thee? or
thirsty, and gave thee drink? When saw we thee a stranger,
and took thee in? or naked, and clothed thee? Or when saw 
we thee sick, or in prison, and came unto thee? And the King
shall answer and say unto them, Verily I say unto you, 
Inasmuch as ye have done it unto one of the least of these my
brethren, ye have done it unto me.” (Matt 25:34-40) 
“Jesus said unto him, Thou shalt love the Lord thy God with 
all thy heart, and with all thy soul, and with all thy mind. This
is the first and greatest commandment. And the second is like
unto it, Thou shalt love thy neighbour as thyself. On these two
commandments hang all the law.” (Matt 22:37-40) 


God sets the standard for love

1. Love is to give to the object of love. If a brother or sister be
naked, and destitute of daily food, And one of you say unto
them, Depart in peace, be ye warmed and filled; 
notwithstanding ye give them not those things which are
needful to the body; what doth it profit? (Jms 2:15-16)
2. Love your enemies, do good to them which hate you,
3. Bless them that curse you, 

4. Pray for them which despitefully use you.

5. And unto him that smiteth thee on the one cheek, offer also
the other; and him that taketh away thy cloak, forbid not to
take thy coat also.

6. Give to every man that asketh of thee; and of him that
taketh away thy goods, ask them not again.

7. And as ye would that men should do to you, do ye also to
them likewise. (Luke 6:27-31)

Did you notice that all the list above, which is Luke 
6:27-31, are things God wants us to do to others? BUT they
are also things He does for US and the SINNER!

Walking in love profits us. “And though I bestow all my
goods to feed the poor, and though I give my body to be
burned, and have not charity, it profiteth me nothing.” (1 Cor
13:3) “Our faith will work when we walk in love. Faith works
by love.” (Gal 5:6) “Without faith it is impossible to please
God.” (Heb 11:6) “Love casts out fear.” (1 John 4:4) If you
believe in God’s love toward you, you will not be in fear, you
will trust Him. “Be rooted and grounded in love.” (Eph 3:17) 

Mark 4:17 shows us what happens to those not grounded in
love. They stumble when hard times come. They get offended.
If you walk in love with others and you believe God’s love,
you will do great things for God and have victory in life. 


If you were to die tonight, do
you know where you would go?

The Bible says all have sinned and the result of sin is death.
But WHOEVER calls on the name of the Lord will be saved. I
am a “whoever,” and so are you. Call on the name of Jesus
right now. 

“Father God, I accept the free gift of Jesus and make Him Lord
of my life. Fill me with Your Holy Spirit. In Jesus' name I pray,
Amen.”

Now you can know that you will go to Heaven when you die, 
and that Jesus is coming back for you. Read the Bible and start
in the book of John. Find a church that has signs and wonders
happening in it, people getting healed. Start to learn what
Jesus freely gives you. 


Prophecy to the Bride

My bride will be victorious and prosperous in these last days, 
for the wedding guests will bring their presents to you, they
will transfer their wealth over to you in these last days just
like the Egyptians turned over their wealth to My children, for
I will give you favor.

Chapter 3 Two Kingdoms on Earth

It’s God’s way of doing things. It’s God operating through the
Holy Spirit in you, to affect and change your life and events
on this planet.

When you operate in the Kingdom of God, you
deliver people from sickness, disease, poverty, fear, death,
and demons. You are God’s representative, and you have
authority over demonic powers. God’s spiritual laws
created natural laws.

According to Rom 14:17, the kingdom of God is righteousness,
peace and joy in the Holy Spirit.
But seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and
all these things shall be added to you. (Matt 6:23) This is our
first priority, to seek first the Kingdom. God’s Kingdom is
always the same. The world’s kingdom is failing. …And He
said to them, “To you it has been given to know the mystery
of the kingdom of God; but to those who are outside, all 
things come in parables," (Mark 4:11) If we do things the
world’s way we will fail, because the world’s system is
controlled by Satan. …in which you once walked according to
the course of this world, according to the prince of the power
of the air, the spirit who now works in the sons of 
disobedience. 

Satan is ruler of the world’s system.

God gave Adam and Eve all authority on the earth and told

them to rule, to have authority, dominion, and to subdue

anything that gets out of line, according to Gen 1:26. 
But when they obeyed the devil and ate the fruit, they not
only were born again into sin, needing a savior, but they gave
all their authority to Satan. (Eph 2:2) The ruler of this world
[Satan] is judged. (John 16:11) Look at: (John 12:31) Now is the
judgment of this world; now the ruler of this world will be
cast out.

…the ruler of this world is coming. (John 14:30) 
So the great dragon was cast out, that serpent of old, called the
Devil and Satan, who deceives the whole world; he was cast to
the earth, and his angels were cast out with him. (Rev 12:9) 

Next we see Jesus tempted by the devil, who offered to give
him all the kingdoms of the world if he would worship him. If 
this scripture weren't true—if Satan couldn’t actually offer up
the kingdoms of the world—it wouldn’t be a temptation.
Again, the devil taketh him up into an exceeding high 
mountain, and sheweth him all the kingdoms of the world,
and the glory of them; And saith unto him, All these things
will I give thee, if you fall down and worship me. (Matt 4:8-9) 

This is the condition of the world’s system…The earth also is
defiled … the curse devoured the earth, and they that dwell 
therein are desolate (Is 24:5-6). 

If the King is corrupt, the whole system he controls is corrupt
and will fail.
Jesus brought the kingdom of Heaven with Him. He was born
king and He shows us how to rule as kings on earth.
Everything He did, He did as king.

… he that is born King of the Jews. (Matt 2:2)

Repent ye: for the kingdom of heaven is at hand. (Matt 3:2)  

From that time Jesus began to preach and to say, ‘Repent, for
the kingdom of heaven is at hand.’ (Matt 4:17) 
Here is an example of both systems. No man can serve two
masters: for either he will hate the one, and love the other; or
else he will hold to the one, and despise the other. Ye cannot
serve God and mammon [the world’s system]. (Matt 6:24-25) 


The kingdom belongs to God, we
must take it back and enforce
God’s rule.

… And from the days of John the Baptist until now the
kingdom of heaven suffereth violence, and the violent take it
by force. (Matt 11:12) 

By sending Jesus to earth to live a sin-free life and pay the
price for our sins and die on the cross, then going to hell and
beating up the devil, He legally made a JUDGMENT against
him. We are to enforce this judgment by setting people free
from sickness, lack, disease, fear, demons, death and every
evil thing. …the ruler of this world is judged. (John 16:11) For
the kingdom of God is …righteousness, and peace, and joy in
the Holy Ghost. (Rom 14:17) 

As kings, it is our duty to take back what God gave us
in the Garden of Eden and what He bought back for us by His
blood. 

It is our righteousness in Jesus that gives us the authority and
power to enforce Satan’s defeat.


Earth is a pattern of Heaven.

It was therefore necessary that the patterns of things in the
heavens. (Rom 9:23) God is king in Heaven and He made us, 
His kids, king of earth. Jesus is the king of kings. We are
created in His image. God put all things under our feet. We
are to control and enforce the judgment against everything
that is outside of God’s will. What is man that You are
mindful of him, And the son of man that You visit him? (Ps
8:4) Thou madest him to have dominion over the works of thy
hands; thou hast put all things under his feet. (Heb 2:7-8) …
the earth hath he given to the children of men. (Ps 115:16) 

Earth is man’s kingdom and we are to expand that kingdom 
into all the earth. We do this by following Jesus' example. The
time of the Rapture depends on us sharing the good news
about the Kingdom. … And this gospel of the kingdom shall 
be preached in all the world for a witness unto all nations; and
then shall the end come. (Matt 24:14) 

We are not waiting for some big war, but for the gospel of this
kingdom to be preached. 

You’re the ambassador for the Kingdom  

God has made you an ambassador for His Kingdom.  

Now then we are ambassadors for Christ. (2 Cor 5:20) 
This is the World Book Encyclopedia definition of 
ambassador: “A representative of the highest rank sent by a 
Ruler (King) to another to speak and act on behalf of the
government. An official messenger with a special errand.”

As an ambassador, you represent the qualities, traits and
habits of your home (Heaven). You say what our King says
and you don’t say your own words. Your message is His
message… for our citizenship is in heaven, (Phil 3:20) Jesus
answered and said to him, ‘Most assuredly, I say to you, 
unless one is born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God' 
(John 3:3) 

There are two kingdoms on earth: the kingdom of mammon 
or money (the devil’s kingdom) and the Kingdom of God. 
When you asked Jesus to come into your life, you were taken
out of the kingdom of Satan and put into the kingdom of God.

Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, (Satan’s
kingdom) and hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear
Son. (Of LOVE) (Col 1:13) 


The Kingdom of God is not physical,
it is spiritual.

The spiritual overrules the physical, because the spiritual 
made the physical. You must receive the Holy Spirit, for He is
the power of the Kingdom. 

For the kingdom of God is not meat and drink; but
righteousness, and peace, and joy in the Holy Ghost. (Rom 
14:17) For the kingdom of God is not in word, but in power. (1
Cor 4:20) 

Jesus put aside all His godly attributes so He could be a man 
like us. When He came to earth as a man, He needed the Holy
Spirit and power to do the will of God. (Phil 2:7 and Rom 8:3) 
God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Spirit and with 
power, who went about doing good and healing all who were
oppressed by the devil, for God was with Him. (Acts 10:38) 
Behold, the kingdom of God is within you. (Luke 17:21) 

It is your Father's good pleasure to give you the kingdom. 
(Luke 12:32) 

Your job is to do what Jesus did.

He showed you how to live as a king and what was possible. 
We are to copy Him. For I came down from heaven, not to do
mine own will, but the will of him that sent me. (John 6:38) He
went throughout every city and village, preaching and
showing the glad tidings of the kingdom of God. (Luke 8:1) 

God sent us to bring the good news of the Kingdom of God, 
which is God’s power, authority, dominion and rule on earth
through us. This means we now have authority over all 
sickness, diseases and devils. 

Let’s look at what Jesus did and said when He healed, and
copy Him. And heal the sick that are therein, and say unto
them, The kingdom of God is come nigh unto you. (Luke 10:9)
And great multitudes came unto him, having with them those
that were lame, blind, dumb, maimed, and many others, and
cast them down at Jesus' feet; and he healed them (Matt 15:30).
Here He gives us the instruction on what to say. Notice it is
the kingdom in YOU that heals. And as ye go, preach, saying, 
The kingdom of heaven is at hand. 8: Heal the sick, cleanse the
lepers, raise the dead, cast out devils: freely ye have received,
freely give (Matt 10:7-8) And Jesus went …preaching

the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every sickness and
every disease among the people. (Matt 9:35) 
The Kingdom of God casts out demons. But if I with the finger
of God cast out devils, no doubt the kingdom of God is come
upon you. (Matt 12:28, Luke 11:20) 

The finger is in the body, not the head. You are the body of 
Christ and Jesus is the head. As the body you have been sent
to enforce the kingdom rule. The Kingdom of God on earth is
to be as wonderful as life in heaven! Thy kingdom come. Thy
will be done in earth, as it is in heaven. (Matt 6:10) The
Kingdom is what empowers you to bring God’s will on earth
as it is in Heaven. God sent us into the world to preach the
Kingdom of God. And how shall they preach, except they be
sent? … preach the gospel of peace, and bring glad tidings of 
good things. (Rom10:15) 

We are the body of Christ. We are here to do His will. He has
given us all authority and power to do what He sent us to do. 
And hath put all things under his feet, and gave him to be the
head over all things to the church. (Eph 1:22) 

And he is the head of the body, the church: who is the
beginning…or it pleased the Father that in him should all 
fullness dwell. (Col 1:18-19) 


We are the body of Christ
and we have the fullness of God
in US!

And Jesus …spake… All power is given unto me in heaven
and in earth. You go therefore…Teaching them and, lo, I am 
with you always, even unto the end of the world. (Matt
28:18,20) And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and
preach the gospel to every creature…And these signs shall 
follow them that believe; In my name shall they cast out
devils; they shall speak with new tongues; They shall take up
serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt
them; they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover.
… AND they went forth, and preached everywhere, the Lord
working with them, and confirming the word with signs
following. (Mark 16:15-18) 


As thou hast sent me into the
world, even so have I also sent
them into the world. (John 17:18)

Now don’t think “who, me?” Yes, YOU are the Righteousness
of God and that is a gift. That gift is what gives you the right
and power to reign in life through Jesus. YOU are the flesh 
Jesus lives in today. YOU are the only Jesus people will see.
Every Christian is God’s body on earth to do His will. 
Look at the next two scriptures and claim them as your own. 
…they which receive abundance of grace and of the gift of 
righteousness shall reign in life by one, Jesus Christ. (Rom 
5:17) grace reign through righteousness (Rom 5:21) And I will 
give unto thee the keys of the kingdom of heaven: and
whatsoever thou shalt bind on earth shall be bound in heaven:
and whatsoever thou shalt loose on earth shall be loosed in
heaven. (Matt 16:19)

To bind and loosen means: what you allow and don’t allow 
on earth. Verily I say unto you, Whatsoever ye shall bind on 
earth shall be bound in heaven: and whatsoever ye shall loose
on earth shall be loosed in heaven. (Matt 18:18) 


The rules and laws of the Kingdom
of God

The kingdom of God is ruled by a higher law than the natural
laws of earth. The kingdom of God is superior to the rule on 
earth.

1. LOVE: For all the law is fulfilled in one word, even in this; 
Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself. (Gal 5:14) 
2. WORDS: For the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus
(Word) hath made me free from the law of sin and death.
(Rom 8:2) 

3. SOWING AND REAPING: As long as the earth remains
there will be seedtime and harvest. (Gen 8:22) 

Faith is compared to a seed. (Luke 6:23-45) also (Luke 17:6): 
The Kingdom is compared to a seed. Also how you hear is a 
seed that will come back to you multiplied. (Luke 8:5-18) The
Word is seed.

4. BINDING AND LOOSING: Whatever we allow on earth
and in our lives, God allows. (Matt 18:18) 
He has given us all authority over all the earth. (Gen 1:26) 
There is no time in the Kingdom of God. God already
provided all you will ever need, even before you were born.
Just like an expecting mother gets everything ready for her
unborn child, God prepared everything you would need for
life and godliness. According as his divine power hath given 
unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness. (2 Pet
1:3) 

Jesus proves He is alive today by doing the same things
He did when He walked the earth. Now He does them
through you and me. To whom also he shewed himself alive
after his passion by many infallible proofs, being seen of them 
forty days, and speaking of the things pertaining to the
kingdom of God. (Acts 1:3) And this gospel of the kingdom 
shall be preached in all the world for a witness unto all 
nations; and then shall the end come. (Matt 24:14) 




Chapter 4 PEACE of the Kingdom

God’s will is for you to live on earth, as you will 
in heaven.

God wants you to have peace in every area of your life. Let me
take you back to the beginning and show you how God
planned a great carefree life for you.

1. He created the day and night and said, “It is good!” The
night was not created to hide evil. The day and the night were
good. (Gen 1:3-5) 

2. God created the earth’s atmosphere and He said, “It is
good!”

He did not create the atmosphere for the principalities, 
powers, and rulers in heavenly places to have dominion over
us. He did not create what man calls, “Acts of God.” God does
not control the weather. He created it perfect for our comfort.
(Gen 1:6-8) 

3. God gathered the waters and called them sea and He saw 
that, “It is good.” He did not create the shark to have
dominion in the waters or the jellyfish to the kingdom of 
peace sting us. He created everything in the waters, GOOD

4.God created plant life and said, "It is good!” He did not
created poison oak or ivy or any plant to hurt us. (Gen 1:11-13)
5. He created the moon and sun so we could see and He said, 
“It is good!” He did not create the sun and moon to be
worshiped. (Gen 1:14-19)

6. God created the animals in the sea, air and on the ground
and He said, “It is good!” None of the animals were created to
hurt us in any way. 

The snake, black widow, grizzly, cougar or any other animal 
were created good and NOT to hurt us. 

They were there to bless us. God created all things for us to
enjoy and for us to have an abundant life. 

Because of man's fall, the devil took what was good and
twisted it to make something perverted to use against us to
kill, steal and destroy (John 10:10) (Gen 1:20-23) 

7. God created man in, “Our image and likeness.” He told us
to, “Subdue and have dominion over ALL the earth.” We are
created to be God's kids. He said about us, “It is VERY 
GOOD!” His kids are just like their Father, we rule and reign 
without words. We are to be kings on this earth and bring our
Daddy’s will to earth by the kingdom in us. Everything on 
earth that is NOT righteousness, peace and joy in the Holy
Spirit is to be brought in line through the Holy Spirit in us!
(Rom 14:17) (Gen 1:26-31)

8. God put GOLD and GEMSTONES ON earth for us. He
wanted us to see them on the top of the ground, not have to
dig up the ground and search for them. Gemstones and Gold
are IN the earth because of the fall of man. They used to be
ON the earth, we didn’t have to dig for them; they were not
hidden from us. (Gen 2:11-12) 

9. We were created to have FELLOWSHIP with the Lord.
When Jesus died in our place and took our punishment for us, 
it brought us back into fellowship with God. 

We can now expect to have a daily relationship with Him.
God restored us to the place of His kids! God is a chatterbox,
He never shuts up. In my relationship with Him, He is always
talking, sometimes so much I say, Wait I need to write this
down. I found out a secret! The more time you spend praying
in tongues, the more you hear from God. Do you want to
know WHY? Because you are getting past your own logical, 
analytical mind, and religious thinking and into the Spirit of 
God and praying HIS PREFECT WILL (HEAVEN ON EARTH
FOR YOU). Now, if I can have this type of relationship with 
God, so can you! Jesus said I can only do what I SEE My
Father do. (Gen 2:8-16) 

10. God planted a garden FOR US. It was pleasant to sight and
good for FOOD! God want to be our God and take care of us. 
Cast your cares on Him for He cares for you. If we seek first
the kingdom of God ALL these THINGS will be added to us.


He created the planets for us
and earth for us to rule and have
dominion just like our Father does
in heaven. He made a place for His
kids to copy Him. 

Earth is a copy of heaven. The things God created on 
earth are in heaven. There are horses in heaven, trees, rivers, 
streets, houses, mountains, and a city. 

People work and worship in heaven. In heaven, people lift up
their hands, and bow down, and shout and worship Jesus. 
If you don’t do these things now, you're not going to enjoy
heaven! Get rid of a religious spirit and start having a 
relationship with the Holy Spirit.

Remember, Jesus is seated at the right hand of God and
He sent back the Holy Spirit as His representative to live and
work in you. Change your life today by receiving the Holy
Spirit and begin to speak in tongues. Jesus is the same
yesterday, today and forever. Tongues is a powerful tool God
gave us to have power on earth. God wants you to have peace
in every area of your life. The kingdom of God brings peace!

The following list is some Bible scriptures that talk
about peace and what it is according to God ‘s definition. 

What is Peace According to The
Bible

The Old Testament word peace, Shalom, means
completeness, soundness, welfare, peace, safety, soundness (in
body), welfare, health, prosperity, nothing broken or missing. 

The New Testament word peace, Eir?n?, means
security, safety, prosperity, peace and harmony, make and
keep things safe and prosperous (salvation). 

There are many words used in the Bible that say, 
“peace,” but the scriptures in this chapter all mean one of the
above meanings for peace. All the scriptures below have the
word peace in them and are God’s description of peace.
Scriptures of God's Definition of Peace

1. …his countenance upon thee (Num 6:26) 

2. in the land, … lie down, and none shall make you afraid: …I
will rid evil beasts out of 2. … those things which are needful 
to the body (Jms 2:16) 

3. …none moved his tongue against any of the children of 
Israel. (Josh 10:21) 

4. …the LORD is your way wherein ye go. (Judges 18:6) 
5. ...grant thee thy petition that thou hast asked of him. (1 Sam 
1:17)

6. …made thee whole; …be whole of thy plague. (Mark 5:34) 
peace of God, which passeth all understanding, shall keep
your hearts and minds. 

7. …through Christ Jesus. (Phil 4:7) 

8. …saved thee (Luke 7:50) 

9. ...peace always by all means. (2 Thess 3:16) 

10. ...might have peace. In the world … overcome the world.
(John 16:33) 

11. ...to reconcile all things unto himself; (Col 1:20) 
12. He hath delivered my soul in peace from the battle that
was against me: (Ps 55:18) 

13. in thy borders, and filleth thee with the finest of the wheat.
(Ps 147:14) 

14. For length of days, and long life. (Prov 3:2) 

15. ways of pleasantness, and all her paths are peace. (Prov
3:17) 

16. And all thy children shall be taught of the LORD; and
great shall be the peace of thy children. (Is 54:13) 

17. In righteousness shalt thou be established: thou shalt be far
from oppression; for thou shalt not fear: and from terror; for it
shall not come near thee the kingdom of peace

18. for he will speak peace unto his people, and to his saints: 
(Ps 85:8) 

19. will cause the evil beasts to cease out of the land: and they
shall dwell safely in the wilderness. (Ezek 34:25)

COVENANT OF PEACE

The first time I find the mention of the peace is in the
sacrifice. Lets take a look at the true meaning of a peace
offering.

A peace offering in the Old Testament was a voluntary
sacrifice of thanks, praising and giving thanks. Shalt sacrifice
… thy peace offerings…: in all places where I record my name
I will come unto thee, and I will bless thee. (Ex 20:24) 
Our covenant is a covenant of PEACE and Jesus is our peace
offering (sacrifice) 

I the LORD have called thee in righteousness, and will hold
thine hand, and will keep thee, and give thee for a covenant of
the people, for a light (demonstration and revelation) of the
Gentiles; (Is 42:6) 


So why did all this take place?

1. To open the blind eyes,

2. To bring out the prisoners from the prison, 

3. TO (BRING OUT) them that sit in darkness out of the prison
house.

Our covenant is a covenant of PEACE. It will open
blind eyes and set people free.  

It looks like this is what happens in a revival!
The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed
me (WITH JOY) to preach the gospel to the poor;
1.  he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted,

2.  to preach deliverance to the captives, 

3.  and recovering of sight to the blind, 

4.  to set at liberty them that are bruised, 

5. To preach the acceptable year of the Lord. (Luke 4:18-19) 

Our covenant is GOOD NEWS! God wants us to have
all we need and desire so that we can have peace and bring
peace to others.

Isaiah 52:7 tells us: How beautiful upon the mountains are the
feet of him that bringeth good tidings. 
We demonstrate that
good news... 

1. that publisheth peace;

2. that bringeth good tidings of good,

3. that publisheth salvation; 

4. that saith unto Zion, Thy God reigneth!


In this scripture it shows us
that salvation is peace! It is peace
because of our restored
relationship with God. 

We now can change any of our circumstance that don’t line up
the kingdom of peace with the word to be made JUST and
RIGHT. 

Salvation here is the Hebrew word, “yeshooaw.” It means
saved, deliverance, victory, prosperity, health, and welfare.
Jesus took on the cross the punishment that we needed to
have PEACE.

Surely he hath borne our griefs, and carried our sorrows…But
he was wounded for our transgressions, he was bruised for
our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; 
and with his stripes we are healed. (Is 53:4-5)

Peace is a result of the finished work of Jesus. Peace is a power
that works through our righteousness. When you know who
you are in Christ because of what He did for you, then the
fruit of righteousness will be peace.

And the work of righteousness shall be peace; and the effect of
righteousness quietness and assurance for ever. (Is 32:17) 
It is so important for you to understand and walk
in your righteousness (in Christ).

We have a covenant of peace on earth as long as we are here,
no matter what part of the timetable we are in. There is no
need to fear what is happening on earth because when we are
kingdom-minded and righteousness-minded, we will enforce
the goodness of God on earth.

We have a covenant of peace. (be not removed) neither shall 
the covenant of my peace be removed, saith the LORD. (Is
54:10) My covenant was with him of life and peace (Mal 2:5) 

Moreover I will make a covenant of peace with them; it shall 
be an everlasting covenant with them... My tabernacle also
shall be with them: yea, I will be their God, and they shall be
my people. (Ezek 37:26) 


Our covenant of peace is our feet
walking in authority

Jesus came to guide our feet into the way of peace. In 
the redemptive work of the cross, Jesus put all things under
his feet. (Luke 1:79) (1 Cor 15:27) 

And hath put all things under his feet, and gave him to be the
head over all things to the church (Eph 1:22) 
We are the body of Christ and our job through the Holy Spirit
is to put all things under our feet. Every enemy of sickness, 
disease, poverty, lack, fear, all enemies.

For he must reign, till he hath put all enemies under his feet.
(WE ARE HIS FEET) 

This is what Jesus did as a covenant of peace (1 Cor 15:25) 
The Spirit of the Lord GOD is upon me; because the LORD
hath anointed me (WITH joy) to:

1.  preach good tidings unto the meek;

2.  he hath sent me to bind up the brokenhearted,

3.  to proclaim liberty to the captives, 

4.  and the opening of the prison to them that are bound;

5.  To proclaim the acceptable year of the LORD,

6.  and the day of vengeance of our God;

7.  to comfort all that mourn; the kingdom of peace

8.  To appoint unto them that mourn in Zion, 

9.  to give unto them beauty for ashes, 

10.  the oil of joy for mourning, 

11.  the garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness; 

12.  that they might be called trees of righteousness, (we are
trees of righteousness) 

13.  the planting of the LORD,

(WHY) HE MIGHT BE GLORIFIED! (Is 61:1-3) 
He told us to GO into all the world….. and …signs would
follow us. Peace is part of our ARMOR, IT MAKES YOU
strong in the Lord, and in the power of His might and makes
you stand against the wiles of the devil.

And the God of peace shall bruise Satan under your feet.
(Rom 16:20) 
Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord, and in the power
of his might. Put on the whole amour of God, that ye may be
able to stand against the wiles of the devil… And your feet
shod with the preparation of the gospel of peace (Eph 6:10-15) 

Both peace and righteousness are part of the armor of God we
are to put on to be strong in the Lord and the POWER OF HIS
MIGHT. Both peace and righteousness are part of the
kingdom also. Because we put on righteousness and peace, we
walk in power. All things are under our feet because we have
been made right with God. 

Remember, you are light and light always dispels
darkness. Part of that armor is an armor of light.

You could look at the kingdom like this:

The kingdom of God is righteousness, peace and joy in the
Holy Spirit. (Rom 14:17) 

The kingdom is God's authority, dominion in us to rule and
reign. The righteousness is our position. 

We are right with God, as if we never sinned. The peace is our
covenant. Sealed in the blood of Jesus and the Holy Spirit. It is
greater than a promise. The joy is the anointing. The anointing
destroys all yokes and bondage’s.

The rest of that scripture says, For he that in these things
serveth Christ is acceptable to God, and approved of men. Let
us therefore follow after the things which make for peace, and
things wherewith one may edify another.

Did you catch that we are to SERVE the Lord with 
righteousness, peace and joy IN the Holy Spirit. God and
MAN approve us of when we serve God in the Kingdom. 
Then it says we are to follow after things (righteousness, peace
and joy in the Holy Spirit) THAT MAKE FOR PEACE!

Wow that is a very revealing scripture. Look at the next
scripture. God wants us to serve us in Righteousness.
And hath raised up (Jesus) That we should be saved from our
enemies, and from the hand of all that hate us; To perform the
mercy promised to our fathers, and to remember his holy
covenant; …That he would grant unto us, that we being
delivered out of the hand of our enemies might serve him
without fear, In holiness and righteousness before him, all the
days of our life. (Luke 1:69-75)   


The kingdom of peace

1. Peace gives us strength and in Ps 29:11 The LORD will give
strength unto his people; the LORD will bless his people with 
peace.

But the meek shall inherit the earth; and shall delight
themselves in the abundance of peace. (Ps 37:11)

2. Peace gives us all we need to do God's will. Now the God of
peace, …through the blood of the everlasting covenant, Make
you perfect in every good work to do his will (Heb 13:20) 
Because God has made you perfect in every good work to do
His will, you will not be lacking in anything.

3. Peace draws us near God. But now in Christ Jesus ye who
sometimes were far off are made nigh by the blood of Christ.
For he is our peace… Having abolished … even the law of 
commandments contained in ordinances; for to make in
himself … one new man, so making peace; This shows us that
Jesus fulfilled the Old Testament commandments and made
the new command, LOVE. (Eph 2:14-15)


Jesus preached PEACE. 

The word which God sent unto the children of Israel,
preaching peace by Jesus Christ: (he is Lord of all) (Acts 10:36) 
Jesus is lord over all sickness, disease, lack, fear, and death. He
has authority over those things and He uses us to change them
on earth and bring PEACE and JOY and RIGHTEOUSNESS
instead.


Our Feet Have Authority on Earth

And it shall come to pass, as soon as the soles of the feet of the
priests that bear the ark of the LORD, the Lord of all the
earth, shall rest in the waters of Jordan, that the waters of 
Jordan shall be cut off from the waters that come down from
above; and they shall stand upon an heap. (Josh 3:13) 
Come near, put your feet upon the necks of these kings (Josh 
10:24) 

And Moses sware on that day, saying, Surely the land
whereon thy feet have trodden shall be thine inheritance (Josh 
14:9) 

Thou madest him to have dominion over the works of thy
hands; thou hast put all things under his feet: (Ps 8:6) 
He shall subdue the people under us, and the nations under
our feet. (Ps 47:3) 

Thou shalt tread upon the lion and adder: the young lion and
the dragon shalt thou trample under feet (Ps 91:13) 


This is kingdom, Peace

Jesus preached peace and demonstrated peace. Acts 10:36, The
word which God sent unto the children of Israel, preaching
peace. Eph 2:17, And came and preached peace to you which
were afar off, and to them that were nigh.

The kingdom of God is PEACE IN the HOLY SPIRIT, which
you can see, in the next scripture.

…then said Jesus to them again, Peace be unto you: as my
Father hath sent me, even so send I you. 

(now He gives them the Holy Spirit to bring peace and have
peace) …, he breathed on them, and saith unto them, Receive
ye the Holy Ghost (John 20:21)

Take a look at this next scripture. By it you can see if you are
really in faith.

Now the God of hope fill you with all joy and peace in
believing, that ye may abound in hope, through the power of 
the Holy Ghost. (Rom15:13) 


If you are believing the word,
you will be full of joy and peace. 

If you are full of anything else but joy and peace, you are not
believing. Spend time praying IN the Holy Spirit (tongues).
Peace happens when the kingdom lives in a person through
the Holy Spirit in the new creation. In this next scripture, Jesus
tells all the things that happened to a city because they didn’t
receive Him. This is just like people today when they don’t
accept salvation. Jesus says how they could have had peace
and avoided the problems by knowing when He visited them. 
Today in revival, many people will miss God because they
will say, “What strange things are happening. That must not
be God.”

And when he was come near, he beheld the city, and wept
over it, Saying, If thou hadst known, even thou, at least in this
thy day, the THINGS WHICH BELONG TO YOUR PEACE!

but now they are hid from thine eyes. (now you don’t have
the power to change these circumstance that are going to
happen to you.) For the days shall come upon thee, that thine
enemies shall cast a trench about thee, and compass thee
round, and keep thee in on every side, And shall lay thee even
with the ground, and thy children within thee; and they shall 
not leave in thee one stone upon another; because thou
knewest not the time of thy visitation (Luke 19:42) 

Don’t you be a religious person and miss God’s visitation to
you, so your eyes are closed to the power Jesus died for you to
have. YOU know the time of your visitation. 




Chapter 5 Witnessing the Kingdom
Way is Supernatural

Concerning his Son Jesus Christ our Lord, which was made of 
the seed of David according to the flesh; And declared to be
the Son of God with power, according to the spirit of holiness, 
by the resurrection from the dead (Rom 1:4)

Our witness is to show the world Jesus is alive, that He
has been raised from the dead!
How do we do this? With the same signs, wonders and
miracles Jesus did when He was alive. He demonstrated the
kingdom of God, healing the sick, raising the dead, casting out
demons, setting captives free, healing the blind and deaf and
preaching the gospel to the poor. HE IS THE SAME
YESTERDAY, TODAY AND FOREVER. (Heb 13:8)
My people die for lack of knowledge. (Hos 4:6) So let’s get into
the word and see what we can do to change this situation. 
God’s original plan was and is to create man to have dominion
over the earth, to rule, subdue and have authority or the earth
as the scripture tells us.

What is man, that thou art mindful of him? or the son of man, 
that thou visitest him? Thou madest him a little lower than the
angels; thou crownedst him with glory and honor, and didst
set him over the works of thy hands: Thou hast put all things
in subjection under his feet. For in that he put all in subjection 
in subjection under his feet. For in that he put all in subjection 
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God put us in control of the earth. When Jesus went to earth,
He took back that authority from the devil and gave it back to
His Children. (Read my other chapters for more information) 

And when he had called unto him his twelve disciples, he
gave them power against unclean spirits, to cast them out, and
to heal all manner of sickness and all manner of disease. (Matt
10:1) 

And as ye go, preach, saying, The kingdom of heaven is at
hand. Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, cast out
devils: freely ye have received, freely give. (Matt 10:7-8) 

And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is
given unto me in heaven and in earth. Go ye therefore, and
teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father,
and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost. (Matt 28:18-19) 


Jesus saw that the people needed
to be healed and delivered, so He
sent His disciples to meet those
needs. 

But when he saw the multitudes, he was moved with 
compassion on them, because they fainted, and were scattered
abroad, as sheep having no shepherd. Then saith he unto his
disciples, The harvest truly is plenteous, but the laborers are
few; Pray ye therefore the Lord of the harvest, that he will
send forth laborers into his harvest. (Matt 9:35) 

Laborers are people who tell others of Jesus and the harvest
are people who don’t yet know Jesus, but they hear the word
and see signs and wonders. So they believe on Jesus.

Jesus witnessed by meeting people’s needs as He walked
through life.
… when he had called unto him his twelve disciples, he gave
them power against unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to
heal all manner of sickness and all manner of disease… And
as ye go, preach, saying, The kingdom of heaven is at hand. 
Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, cast out devils.
(Matt 10:1) 

I want you to note here that Jesus said to heal THE sick, raise
THE dead, cleanse THE lepers and cast out demons. He did it
to anyone sick, dead, and leprous. He healed all He came in
contract with in His daily walk. YOU ARE TO DO THE
SAME.

If you see someone at the grocery store limping, you can go
up to them, ask them what is wrong, and show them the
goodness of God by healing them right there in the store. I do
it all the time, and so can you. This is not a church thing, this is
a world thing. We GO.... into the world. Too many people
think healing is just for in the church. We are the church and
we are to take it to the street, hospitals and schools. 

Sometimes we chicken out by saying it is the
sovereignty of the Lord to heal or raise the dead. BUT God
gave us all power and authority and told us to subdue and
rule over all the works of the devil! Jesus died so EVERYONE
could be saved. Jesus took the stripes on His back so
EVERYONE could be healed and Jesus became poor so
EVERYONE could prosper in every area of their life. IT'S
DONE, all we have to do is tell the world so they can 
RECIEVE it. 

Signs and wonders and miracles are also the
way Jesus shows Himself alive and that He
IS GOD! I believe BOLDNESS in this area
is a tool we have especially for this end 
times we are in.

Jesus knew that people wouldn’t believe He was sent of God
unless they saw signs and wonders. People are still the same
today. They won’t believe God cares about them unless they
see signs and wonders in their life.

Then said Jesus unto him, Except ye see signs and wonders, ye
will not believe. (John 5:36) 
But I have greater witness than that of John’s; for the works
which the Father hath given me to finish, the same works that
I do, bear witness of me, that the Father hath sent me. (John 
4:48) 


These are the works of Christ:

Now when John had heard in the prison the works of Christ,...
Jesus answered and said unto them, Go and shew John again 
those things which ye do hear and see:

The blind receive their sight, and the lame walk, the lepers are
cleansed, and the deaf hear, the dead are raised up, and the
poor have the gospel preached to them. (Matt 11:2-5) 

We are suppose to be doing the same works.

Ye men of Israel, hear these words; Jesus of Nazareth, a man 
approved of God among you by miracles and wonders and
signs, which God did by him in the midst of you, as ye
yourselves also know. (Acts 2:22) 

Jesus answered them, I told you, and ye believed not: the
works that I do in my Father's name, they bear witness of me. 
(John 10:25) 

Thou sayest that I am a king. To this end was I born, and for
this cause came I into the world, that I should bear witness
unto the truth. (John 18:37) 

But if I do, though ye believe not me, believe the works: that
ye may know, and believe, that the Father is in me, and I in
him. (John 10:38) 

And I knew that thou hearest me always: but because of the
people which stand by I said it, that they may believe that
thou hast sent me. : And when he thus had spoken, he cried
with a loud voice, Lazarus, come forth. And he that was dead
came forth, bound hand and foot with grave clothes: and his
face was bound about with a napkin. Jesus saith unto them,
Loose him, and let him go. (John 11:42-44) 

Jesus was anointed with the Holy Ghost and with power. That
is how He healed people. The same Holy Ghost is in you, 
doing the same thing.

Jesus Christ the same today, yesterday and forever. (Heb 13:8) 
How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost
and with power: who went about doing good, and healing all 
that were oppressed of the devil; for God was with him. And
we are witnesses of all things which he did both in the land of 
the Jews, and in Jerusalem; whom they slew and hanged on a 
tree: Him God raised up the third day, and shewed him
openly. (Act 10:38) 

For this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that he might
destroy the works of the devil. (1 John 3:8) 
We are the sons of God and we have the same purpose, to
destroy the works of the devil. We also have the same power,
the Holy Ghost in us, doing the same thing through us as He
did in Jesus.

Jesus answered them and said, Verily, verily, I say unto you, 
Ye seek me, not because ye saw the miracles, but because ye
did eat of the loaves, and were filled. (John 6:26) 

Signs, wonders and miracles are a witness that HE is alive.
To whom also he shewed himself alive after his passion by
many infallible proofs, being seen of them forty days, and
speaking of the things pertaining to the kingdom of God. 
(Acts 14:3)

Long time therefore abode they speaking boldly in the Lord,
which gave testimony unto the word of his grace, and granted
signs and wonders to be done by their hands.  (Acts 1:3)*

And with great power gave the apostles witness of the
resurrection of the Lord Jesus: and great grace was upon them
all.  (Acts 4:33)*


The disciples also witnessed, just
like Jesus did.

And he ordained twelve, that they should be with him, and
that he might send them forth to preach, And to have power
to heal sicknesses, and to cast out devils: (Mark 3:14) 

And Stephen, full of faith and power, did great wonders and
miracles among the people. (Acts 6:8) 

Healing, signs and wonders bring
people Jesus.

Long time therefore abode they speaking boldly in the Lord,
which gave testimony unto the word of his grace, and granted
signs and wonders to be done by their hands. (Acts 14:3) 

And by the hands of the apostles were many signs and
wonders wrought among the people; (and they were all with 
one accord in Solomon's porch. And of the rest durst no man 
join himself to them: but the people magnified them. And
believers were the more added to the Lord, multitudes both of
men and women.) Insomuch that they brought forth the sick
into the streets, and laid them on beds and couches, that at the
least the shadow of Peter passing by might overshadow some
of them. There came also a multitude out of the cities round
about unto Jerusalem, bringing sick folks, and them which
were vexed with unclean spirits: and they were healed every
one. (Acts 5:12) 

There is no sickness or disease that He didn’t
heal. 

And Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in
their synagogues, and preaching the gospel of the kingdom, 
and healing every sickness and every disease among the
people. (Matt 9:35) 

But Peter put them all forth, and kneeled down, and prayed;
and turning him to the body said, Tabitha, arise. And she
opened her eyes: and when she saw Peter, she sat up. And he
gave her his hand, and lifted her up, and when he had called
the saints and widows, presented her alive. And it was known
throughout all Joppa; and many believed in the Lord. (Acts
9:40-42) 


Whole cities are saved by
witnessing God’s way.

Then Philip went down to the city of Samaria, and preached
Christ unto them.
And the people with one accord gave heed unto those things
which Philip spake, hearing and seeing the miracles which he
did. For unclean spirits, crying with loud voice, came out of 
many that were possessed with them: and many taken with 
palsies, and that were lame, were healed. And there was great
joy in that city. (Acts 8:5-8) 

And there he found a certain man named Aeneas, which had
kept his bed eight years, and was sick of the palsy. 
And Peter said unto him, Aeneas, Jesus Christ maketh thee
whole: arise, and make thy bed. And he arose immediately.
And all that dwelt at Lydda and Saron saw him, and turned to
the Lord. (Acts 9:33) 

Peter went looking for sick people to heal, and when they got
healed, the whole city turned to church to see Jesus.

And God wrought special miracles by the hands of Paul: So
that from his body were brought unto the sick handkerchiefs
or aprons, and the diseases departed from them, and the evil 
spirits went out of them. (Acts 19:11) 


Jesus can do special miracles by
the hands of YOU or me.

Then Peter said, …In the name of Jesus Christ of Nazareth rise
up and walk. And he took him by the right hand, and lifted
him up: and immediately his feet and ankle bones received
strength.

And he leaping up stood, and walked, and entered with them
into the temple, walking, and leaping, and praising God. 
And all the people saw him walking and praising God And
they knew that it was he which sat for alms at the Beautiful 
gate of the temple: and they were filled with wonder and
gate of the temple: and they were filled with wonder and
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God tells you to witness.

And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach
the gospel to every creature.

He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that
believeth not shall be damned. And these signs shall follow 
them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; they
shall speak with new tongues They shall take up serpents and
if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; they
shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover. So then 
after the Lord had spoken unto them, he was received up into
heaven, and sat on the right hand of God. And they went
forth, and preached everywhere, the Lord working with them,
and confirming the word with signs following. Amen. (Mark
16:15-18) 

And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is
given unto me in heaven and in earth. Go ye therefore, and
teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father,
and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: Teaching them to
observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo,
I am with you always, even unto the end of the world. (Matt
28:18) *

Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the
works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these
shall he do; because I go unto my Father. And whatsoever ye
shall ask in my name, that will I do, that the Father may be
glorified in the Son. If ye shall ask any thing in my name, I will
do it. (John 14:12) 

Jesus said, “go and tell them the good news, I want them
healed, delivered and set free. I will confirm that word to
them with signs, wonders and miracles. That is the proof that I
am alive. I will be in you and I will never leave you.”
But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come
upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in
Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the
uttermost part of the earth. (Acts 1:8) 

But when the Comforter is come, whom I will send unto you
from the Father, even the Spirit of truth, which proceedeth
from the Father, he shall testify of me: And ye also shall bear
witness, because ye have been with me from the beginning. 
(John 15:26-27) 

As thou hast sent me into the world, even so have I also sent
them into the world. And when he had said this, he breathed
on them, and saith unto them, Receive ye the Holy Ghost. 
(John 20:21) 

He heals every sickness and every disease. And Jesus went
about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues,
and preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every
sickness and every disease among the people. (Matt 9: 35) 

You now have the Holy Spirit and you can bear witness
of Jesus and do the same signs, wonders and miracles He did.
Believest thou not that I am in the Father, and the Father in
me?

The words that I speak unto you I speak not of myself: but the
Father that dwelleth in me, he doeth the works. 

Believe me that I am in the Father, and the Father in me: or
else believe me for the very works' sake. Verily, verily, I say
unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he
do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go
unto my Father.

And whatsoever ye shall ask in my name, that will I do, that
the Father may be glorified in the Son. If ye shall ask any thing
in my name, I will do it. Long time therefore abode they
speaking boldly in the Lord, which gave testimony unto the
word of his grace, and granted signs and wonders to be done
by their hands.  (John 14:10-14)*


Jesus Christ the same yesterday,
and today, and forever. (Heb 13:8)

Herein is our love made perfect, that we may have boldness in
the Day of Judgment: because as he is, so are we in this world.
(1 John 4:17) 

But when it pleased God, who separated me from my
mother's womb, and called me by his grace, To reveal his Son 
mother's womb, and called me by his grace, To reveal his Son 
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At that day ye shall know that I am in my Father, and ye in
me, and I in you. He that hath my commandments, and
keepeth them, he it is that loveth me: and he that loveth me
shall be loved of my Father, and I will love him, and will
manifest myself to him. (John 14:20) 

To whom also he shewed himself alive after his passion by
many infallible proofs, being seen of them forty days, and
speaking of the things pertaining to the kingdom of God. 
(Acts 1:30) 

And with great power gave the apostles witness of the
resurrection of the Lord Jesus: and great grace was upon them
all. (Acts 4:33) 

Because it is the end times and Jesus is coming back soon, we
need to be getting people saved, healed and 

delivered and living a victorious life in Jesus. This is a sure
way to have an overflow of people in your church.



Chapter 6 Healing is Always the
Kingdom Way

Remember these three things about healing:
1. God is not the author of sickness. (Acts 10:38) 

2. God is the author of health. (1 Pet 2:24) 

3. Satan is the author of ALL sickness and disease. (John 10:10)

The dividing line of the Bible is: The thief comes to kill, 
steal and destroy, I (Jesus) have come to give you abundant 
life. (John 10:10)

Jesus did not use His godly powers to heal. (Luke 4:18-21) He
put aside His godly powers and became in the likeness of 
sinful flesh (2 Cor 5:20). He came to earth as a man so He
could redeem man (John 1:1-4,14). He healed and did signs,
wonders and miracles because He was anointed with the Holy
Spirit and power. (Acts 10:38) The same Holy Spirit we are to
receive in order to walk in power (Luke 24:49). For more
information and scripture on this subject, read chapter 15 on 
raising the dead.

JESUS HEALS

I like to refer to this scripture as the 911 scripture,
because Luke was a doctor and it is scripture. Luke 9:11…and
healed those WHO HAD NEED of HEALING!

Jesus ministered because of the Holy Spirit… and
power and went around doing good HEALING ALL who
were OPPRESSED by the DEVIL for God was with Him. (Acts
4:18,10:38)

He cast out the spirits with a word and healed all who were
sick that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Isaiah the
prophet saying: He Himself took our infirmities (diseases) and
bore our sicknesses. (Matt 8:16) 

Who Himself bore our sins in His own body on the tree, that
we, having died to sins, might live for righteousness – by
whose stripes you were healed. (1 Pet 2:24) 

Then Jesus went about…teaching… preaching the gospel of 
the kingdom and healing every sickness and every disease
among the people. (Matt 9:35) 

And as many as touched Him were made perfectly well. (Matt
14:36) 
A great crowd…came to hear him and be healed of their
diseases as well as those who were tormented with unclean 
spirits, And they were healed… and He healed them all. (Luke
6:17-19) 

DISCIPLES HEAL

Then He called His twelve disciples …and gave them power
and authority over all demons and to cure diseases…so they…
and authority over all demons and to cure diseases…so they…

2) 

The Lord appointed seventy others and sent them out… and
said to them …heal the sick there. (Luke 10:1,9) 

WE HEAL
Let me make something clear right here. Some people would
argue that Jesus could heal people and do signs and wonders
because He is God. That is NOT TRUE!

These four scripture will show you He came to earth AS a 
MAN and did everything He did as A MAN, NOT GOD


Jesus became a man and did everything
He did as a man anointed with the Holy
Spirit and power.

1. Jms 1:13 Let no man say when he is tempted, I am tempted
of God: for God cannot be tempted with evil, neither tempteth
he any man.

2. Luke 4:2,13 Being forty days tempted of the devil… Jesus …
And when the devil had ended all the temptation. 

3. Heb 4:15 … Jesus… was in all points tempted as we are. 

4. Rom 8:3 …God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful
flesh,
Jesus ministered because God anointed Him with the
Holy Spirit… and power and went around doing good, 
HEALING ALL who were OPPRESSED by the DEVIL for God
was with Him. Acts 10:38. 

It said, “God was WITH Him” He was with Him by the Holy
Spirit just like He is with us.

John 20:21 “Peace to you! As the Father has sent Me, I also
send you.” … He breathed on them, and said to them,
“RECEIVE the Holy Spirit…”

Go into all the world and preach the gospel… and these signs
will follow those that believe. In My Name they will cast out
demons…they will lay hands on the sick and they will 
recover. (Mark 16:15-18) 

Jesus CHRIST is the same yesterday, today and forever. (Heb
13:8) 

Some important scriptural references on healing.

1.  God has provided healing for you. You need to receive it. 

2.  You can receive healing at whatever faith level you are on.

3.  Receive your healing by faith, not feelings.

4.  Use the laying on of hands as a point of contact to release
your faith to receive.

5.  Remember healing is already given, but it isn’t always
received.

6.  Come expecting, not begging or pleading.

7.  I’ll stand in faith with you on your healing. It’s yours now.

8. Obey your doctor and let him confirm your healing.

Seven ways to find healing God’s way

1. Laying on of hands. Mark 16:15-18

2. Anointing with oil. Jms 5:14, 

3. Prayer of faith. Jms 5:15

4. Speak the Word. Rom 10:9, Mark 11:24

5. Prayer of agreement. Matt 18:19
6. Gift of miracles. Acts 19:11, 1 Cor 12:10
7. Gift of healing. 1 Cor 12:9

THE ANOINTED ONE AND HIS 
ANOINTED

The Spirit of the Lord is upon me because He has anointed me
to preach the gospel to the poor, heal the broken hearted,
proclaim liberty to the captives, recovery of sight to the blind, 
set at liberty the oppressed, to proclaim the acceptable year of 
the Lord. TODAY this Scripture is fulfilled in your hearing. 
(Luke 4:18) 

Jesus was anointed with the Holy Spirit and power and went
about healing all that were oppressed by the devil, for God
was with Him. (Acts 10:38) 

Peace to you, as the Father has sent me, I also send you,
receive the Holy Spirit. (John 20:21)  

You shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon 
you and you shall be a witness to me. (Acts 1:8)  

With great power they gave witness to the resurrection of the
Lord Jesus. (Acts 4:33)  

The Lord…stretch forth your hand to heal that signs and
wonders may be done. (Acts 4:28)  

Preaching… with demonstration of the Spirit and of power…
so your faith is in the power of God. (1 Cor 2:4-5) 

HEALING AND SALVATION ARE 
ALL ONE PACKAGE

I will bless the Lord, and will not forget all His benefits! He
forgives my sins, He heals all my diseases. He redeems me
from destruction. He crowns me with love and mercy. He
satisfies my mouth with good and renews my youth like the
eagle’s. (Ps 103:2-5) 

Surely He has borne our sickness and carried our sorrows….
He was wounded for our transgressions, (rebellion) He was
crushed for our sins: The chastisement for our peace was upon
Him and by His stripes we are healed. (Is 53:4-5) 

Himself bore my sins in His own body on the tree, that having
died to sins, might live for righteousness, by whose stripes
(wounds) I was healed. (1 Pet 2:24) 

EXAMPLES:

Jesus said to the PARALYTIC, son your SINS are forgiven 
you.... arise and go home. (Mark 2:5) 

I want my SIGHT... Go, your faith has SAVED you... (he) 
received his sight. (Mark 10:52) 
The prayer of faith will SAVE the SICK and the Lord will raise
him up. And if he committed any SINS he will be forgiven.
(Jms 5:15) 

What is easier to say: your sins be forgiven, or rise up and
walk?... go home (healed). (Luke 5:23-24) 

Beloved, I pray that you may prosper in all things, and be in
HEALTH just as your soul prospers. (3John 2:1) 

God wants us all healed and healthy, and He is the
same yesterday, today and forever. (Heb 13:8) 
They brought to Him many who were demon-possessed and
He cast out the spirits with a word and healed ALL who were
sick, that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Isaiah the
prophet saying: “He Himself took our diseases and bore our
sickness.” (Matt 8:16-17) 


GOD CALLS SICKNESS,
CAPTIVITY, BONDAGE, AND
OPPRESSION

1. CAPTIVITY So Satan struck Job with painful boils from the
sole of his foot to the crown of his head. (Job 2:7)  And the
Lord turned the captivity of Job, when he prayed for his
friends. (Job 42:10) 

GOD’S ANSWER TO CAPTIVITY: (Jesus said) The Spirit of 
the Lord is upon Me, because He has anointed me...to
proclaim liberty to the captives. (Luke 4:18) 

2. BONDAGE a woman who had a spirit of infirmity and was
bent over and could not raise herself up... ought not this
woman... whom Satan has BOUND... be loosed. (Luke
13:11,16)

GOD'S ANSWER FOR BONDAGE: (Jesus) The Spirit of the
Lord is upon Me, because He has anointed me to...proclaim 
liberty to the captives. (Luke 4:18) 

3. OPPRESSED God anointed Jesus... with the Holy Spirit and
with power who went about doing good and HEALING all 
who were OPPRESSED BY THE DEVIL for God was with 
Him. (Acts 10:38) 

GOD'S ANSWER TO OPPRESSED: The Spirit of the Lord is
upon Me because He has anointed me...to set at liberty those
who are oppressed... (Luke 4:18) Jesus is the same yesterday,
today and forever. (Heb 13:8) 


HINDRANCES TO RECEIVING
HEALING
WRONG BELIEVING:

God BUILDS FAITH by trial, temptations, afflictions, 
persecutions, tribulations, sickness and disease. 

TRUTH: God builds faith through the word. Believing comes
through signs, wonders and miracles.  

SCRIPTURE: So then faith [cometh] by hearing, and hearing
by the word of God. (Rom 10:17) 
The devil brings trials, tribulation, temptation, 
persecutions and afflictions on us to steal the word and make
us doubt God and the Word (Mark 4:17, Luke 8, Matt 13), (the
sower sows the word parable)

WRONG BELIEVING: 

God uses sickness and circumstances to TEACH and
DISCIPLINE us.
TRUTH: If that were true, then the world would be super
smart by now because of all the diseases. He would be unfair
to discipline us by sickness because Jesus already carried our
sickness. 

SCRIPTURE: All scripture [is] given by inspiration of God, 
and [is] profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for
instruction in righteousness: (2 Tim 3:16) 

The Holy Spirit teaches us. (1 Cor 2:13) 

The anointing teaches us. (1 John 2:27) 

WRONG BELIEVING: 

God uses circumstances and sickness to HUMBLE US.

God ALLOWS whatever happens to us to happen.

TRUTH: You humble yourself, and you can resist the devil.
SCRIPTURE: Humble yourselves therefore under the mighty
hand of God, that he may exalt you in due time: Casting all 
your care upon him; for he cares for you. Be sober, be vigilant;
because your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walks
about, seeking whom he may devour: Whom resist steadfast
in the faith, you resist the devil. (1Pet 5:6) (Jms 4:7) (Jms 4:10) 
You humble yourself.

WRONG BELIEVING: 

God uses circumstances and sickness in our life to build

godly CHARACTER in us.

TRUTH: If that were true, we all would be very godly,
because we’ve all been through trials. God uses the word to
make us like Him. He also has imparted to us His nature in
the new birth.

SCRIPTURE: Whereby are given unto us exceeding great and
precious promises: that by these ye might be partakers of the
divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the
world through lust. (2 Pet 1:4) 

WRONG BELIEVING:  

God GETS GLORY out of me being sick.
TRUTH: If God got glory out of you being sick, why do you
take medicine or see a doctor? You would be stealing God’s
glory. If God gets glory out of sickness, why not pray your
children get sick so they, too, can give God glory? Being
healed gives God glory and demonstrates His love for us. 
Healing is also demonstrated in that He is a risen Lord.

SCRIPTURE: He said to the paralyzed man, take up your bed
and go home. Immediately he rose... and departed home
GLORIFYING God. (Luke 5:24-25) 

Receive your sight... and immediately he received his sight
and followed Him glorifying God. (Luke 18:42-43) 

WRONG BELIEVING: 

Healing is past. We receive our healing when we die.
TRUTH: If healing is past, then the name of Jesus would not
work for salvation or anything else. The name of Jesus is just
as powerful today as it was when He was on earth. How do
you explain the millions of people who have been healed by
God in the past years, if healing is not for today?

There will be no devil in heaven, therefore there will be no
sickness, so Jesus took our sickness and diseases so we could
receive healing on earth now.

SCRIPTURE: Jesus Christ the same yesterday, today and
forever. (Heb 13:8) 

He went about healing all that were oppressed by the devil, 
for God was with Him. (Acts 10:38) 

Beloved, I wish above all things that you prosper and be in
health as your soul prospers. (3 John 1:2) 

WRONG BELIEVING: 
God is testing me. 

TRUTH: The words tempted and tested are the same Greek
word. The devil is called the tempter.
SCRIPTURE: (Jesus) being tempted (tested) for forty days by
the devil. (Luke 4:2) 

The Lord knows the thoughts of the wise… (In the parable of 
the sower who sows the Word, the 2nd group of people are
the ones that fall away because of testing. This is the purpose
of testing, to cause you to doubt the integrity of God’s Word)
(1 Cor 3:20) 

but the ones that fell on the rocks… have no root who believe
for a while and in time of temptation (testing), fall away.
(Luke 8:13) 

Let no one say… I am tempted of God. For God cannot be
tempted by evil, nor does He Himself tempt anyone. (Jms
2:13) 

WRONG BELIEVING:  

What about Paul’s thorn?
TRUTH and SCRIPTURE: “The thorn in the flesh” is also a 
term used two other places in the Bible. (Col 12:7) (Num 3:55, 
Judges 2:3) 

It is a saying, meaning, as we would say today, “You are a 
pain in the neck.” You must also consider that the messenger
was sent to buffet (hit over and over) Paul. Why? Because of 
the revelation he received of God. Why would God tell Him
something, then buffet him?

He asked God three times to remove it and God said, ”My
grace is sufficient for you.” God’s grace is undeserved favor,
God’s willingness to use His power and wisdom for us and
toward us. God gave us an abundance of grace.

We are told to resist the devil and he will flee from you. (Jms
4:7) We are not told to ask God to do it, but take authority
ourselves. God was not saying, “No I can’t take it away.” He
said, “I gave you the power and authority, so that you would
make it leave.”

What about thanking God for everything? Being
content in whatever state I’m in? (Eph 5:20, 1 Thess 5:18) 
TRUTH: If I reached into your friend’s pocket and took out a 
five dollar bill and handed it to you, would you say, “Thank
you, Robin”? No, you would say thank you to your friend
whose money it was. 

My point being that you only thank God for what GOD gives
you, not what the devil gives you. 

SCRIPTURE: Giving thanks to the Father…. Who has
delivered us from the power of darkness. (Col 1:12-14)  

Whatever state I’m in to be content. (Phil 4:11) 
Content (the Greek word): Strong Number #842 says it is
Autarkies. In the Greek, it means sufficient in oneself, 
adequate, needing no assistance, therefore content. As you can
see, it means totally the opposite of what we have come to see
it as meaning in today’s language. It does not mean I am 
satisfied, no matter what situation I am in. So you should be
self-sufficient in yourself needing no assistance….

Look up these scriptures at least once a day and read them out
loud. Since faith comes by hearing the word, your faith will
grow until you receive your healing.

Ex 15:26 and 23:25, Deut 7:15, 28:1-14,61 and 30:19-20, 1 Kings
8:56, Ps 91:16, 103:3, 107:20 and 118:17, Prov 4:20-23, Is 41:10, 
and 53:4-5, Jer 1:12 and 30:17, Joel 3:10. 

God is SOVEREIGN; He can do whatever He
wants.

TRUTH: God made the earth and gave it to man. He said rule,
subdue and have authority over ALL the earth. God has made
known His will. Sickness and death are an enemy and we
have authority over all the power of the enemy.

SCRIPTURE: God is not a man that He would lie.
1.  GOD gave man all authority and TOLD THEM TO: rule,
subdue and have authority (Gen 1:26-28)

2.  You can have what you say. (what YOU say, not what God
says) That whosoever shall say unto this mountain, Be thou
removed, and be thou cast into the sea; and shall not doubt in
his heart, but shall believe that those things which he saith 
shall come to pass; he shall have whatsoever he saith. 
Therefore I say unto you, What things soever ye desire, when 
ye pray, believe that ye receive them, and ye shall have them. 
(Mark 11:22-24)

3.  You are to bind and loosen.... I will give unto thee the keys
of the kingdom of heaven: and whatsoever thou (means YOU)
shalt bind on earth shall be bound in heaven: and whatsoever
thou(YOU) shalt loose on earth shall be loosed in heaven.
(Matt 16:19) Verily I say unto you, Whatsoever ye shall bind
on earth shall be bound in heaven: and whatsoever ye shall 
loose on earth shall be loosed in heaven. (Matt 18:18)
4.  God said if two agree on Earth, it would be done for them. 
Again I say unto you, That if two of you shall agree on earth
as touching any thing that they shall ask, it shall be done for
them of my Father which is in heaven. (Matt18:19)
5.  Jesus said He had all power over all power of enemy. (Luke
10:19) You are in Him.

6.  You resist the devil and he flees from YOU (James 4:7)
7.  The whole world lies under the sway of the wicked one. 
Death, disease, poverty, destroying weather, lack, pain, fear,
destroying animals and bugs. (1 John 5:19) You are to change
the things the devil brings onto the earth with the kingdom of 
God within you. You are to bring JOY to people grieving just
like Jesus did. HEAL THE SICK.

God wants you to live on earth, as you will in Heaven. (Matt
6:10) He wants you to COME AS YOU ARE RIGHT NOW. If 
there are any flaws in you, He will gently convict (not
condemn) you to change them. I want to woo you to FALL IN
LOVE WITH GOD!

If you were to die tonight, do you know where 
you would go?

The Bible says all have sinned and the result of sin is death.
But WHOEVER calls on the name of the Lord will be saved. I
am a “whoever,” and so are you. Call on the name of Jesus
right now. "Father God, I accept the free gift of Jesus and make
Him Lord of my life. Fill me with Your Holy Spirit and show 
me how to know You and please You. In Jesus' name, amen."
Now you can know that you will go to Heaven when you die, 
and that Jesus is coming back for you. Read the Bible and start
in the book of John. Find a church that has signs and wonders
happening in it, people getting healed. Start to learn what
Jesus freely gives you.




Chapter 7 The Gospel is Good News
To The Poor

The Gospel of the Kingdom is good news to the poor: they
don’t have to be poor anymore. Jesus was anointed with THE
HOLY SPIRIT to preach that good news to the poor.
Jesus paid the price with His blood so we wouldn’t have to be
poor. That is why it is JUSTICE not to be poor.

Behold My Servant, whom I have chosen; My Beloved, in
whom My soul is well pleased: I will put My spirit upon Him,
and He will declare JUSTICE to the Gentiles. (Matt 12:18)*

Below is a small list of some of the ways God provides
prosperity in the Kingdom

Justice is Not to be Poor Anymore

The Spirit of the LORD [is] upon Me, because He has anointed
Me To preach the gospel to [the] poor…, [To] set at liberty
those who are oppressed. (Luke 4:18)*

This word POOR in the original means poor, humble, meek,
needy, weak and afflicted.


Poverty is OPPRESSION and
oppression is from the devil.

For the oppression of the poor, for the sighing of the needy,
Now I will arise," says the LORD; "I will set [him] in the safety
for which he yearns.” (Ps 12:5)*

For this purpose the Son of God was manifested that He might
destroy the works of the devil. Poverty is a work of the devil 
and Jesus came to destroy it! (1 John 3:8)*

Jesus answered and said to them, "Go and tell John the things
you have seen and heard: that [the] blind see, [the] lame walk, 
[the] lepers are cleansed, [the] deaf hear, [the] dead are raised,
[the] poor have the gospel preached to them. (Luke 7:22)*

In the next couple scriptures, you can see that it is justice we
are to deliver the poor. 

Defend the poor and fatherless; Do justice to the afflicted and
needy (Ps 82:3)* 

Deliver the poor and needy; Free [them] from the hand of the
wicked. (Ps 83:4)* 

I know that the LORD will maintain the cause of the afflicted,
[And] justice for the poor. (Ps 140:12)* 

He will judge Your people with righteousness, And Your poor
with justice. (Ps 72:2)*
He will bring justice to the poor of the people; He will save the
children of the needy, And will break in pieces the oppressor
(Ps 72:4)*

For He will deliver the needy when he cries, The poor also, 
and [him] who has no helper. (Ps 72:12)*

God tells us if we see someone in need and have this world's
goods and don’t help them, we aren’t walking in love. So
then, we are to expect the same thing from God. If God who
has this world’s goods that we need wouldn’t give them to us
because He wants us to be poor, we would say that He is
unjust. That is a double standard. Why would God say it is
love when we do it, but when He withholds from us it is
okay? God gives and gives to us abundantly. See John 10:10. 

But whoever has this world's goods, and sees his brother in
need, and shuts up his heart from him, how does the love of 
God abide in him? My little children, let us not love in word or
in tongue, but in deed and in truth. (1 John 3:17)*


Gods Will on Earth

Your KINGDOM come, Your will be done on earth as it is in
Heaven (Matt 6:10) 
In heaven there is no lack or poverty. Why would our Father
want us to be poor? Poverty is a result of a fallen world under
Satan’s hand! According to John 5:19, the kingdoms of the
world and their glory are ruled by the devil unless the born 
again believer takes them back by force.

Beloved, I wish above all things that thou mayest prosper and
be in health, even as thy soul prospereth (3 John 2) 
The thief does not come except to steal, and to kill, and to
destroy. I have come that they may have life, and that they
may have [it] more abundantly (John 10:10) 


Kings Live Like Kings

This is what a king eats and wears.

... tinkling ornaments about their feet, and their cauls, and
their round tires like the moon, The chains, and the bracelets,
and the mufflers,

The bonnets, and the ornaments of the legs, and the
headbands, and the tablets, and the earrings, 

The rings, and nose jewels, The changeable suits of apparel,
and the mantles, and the wimples, 

and the crisping pins, The glasses, and the fine linen, and the
hoods, and the vails.… sweet smell … a girdle a rent; … well 
set hair baldness; … beauty. (Is 3:18-26) 


Here is another scripture
about how God wants us to live and
how He wants to bless us.

yea, I sware unto thee, and entered into a covenant with thee,
saith the Lord GOD, and thou becamest mine. Then washed I
thee with water; …, and I anointed thee with oil. 

1. I clothed thee also with broidered work,

2. and shod thee with badgers' skin,

3.  and I girded thee about with fine linen, 

4. and I covered thee with silk.

5.  I decked thee also with ornaments,

6. and I put bracelets upon thy hands, 

7. and a chain on thy neck.

8.  And I put a jewel on thy forehead,

9.  and earrings in thine ears,

10. and a beautiful crown upon thine head.

11.  Thus wast thou decked with gold and silver;

12.  and thy raiment was of fine linen, and silk, and broidered
work;

13.  thou didst eat fine flour, and honey, and oil:

14.  and thou wast exceeding beautiful, 

15. and thou didst prosper into a kingdom. (Ezek 16:8-13)

He raises the poor from the dust [And] lifts the beggar from 
the ash heap, To set [them] among princes And make them 
inherit the throne of glory. (1 Sam 2:8)*

King Solomon:

There was no lack in their supply. (1 Kings 4:27)*
Now King Solomon gave the queen of Sheba all she desired,
whatever she asked, besides what Solomon had given her
according to the royal generosity. So she turned and went to
her own country, she and her servants. (1 Kings 13:10)*

So King Solomon surpassed all the kings of the earth in riches
and wisdom. (1 Kings 10:23)*
So the LORD exalted Solomon exceedingly in the sight of all 
Israel, and bestowed on him [such] royal majesty as had not
been on any king before him in Israel. (1 Kings 29:25)*

And God said to Solomon, Because this was in thine heart,
and thou hast not asked riches, wealth, or honor, nor the life
of thine enemies, neither yet hast asked long life;
but hast asked wisdom and knowledge for thyself, that thou

mayest judge my people, over whom I have made thee king: 
Wisdom and knowledge is granted unto thee; and I will give
thee riches, and wealth, and honour, such as none of the kings
have had that have been before thee, neither shall there any
after thee have the like. (1 Chron 1:11-12) 

Wealth of the Wicked Transfers

A good [man] leaves an inheritance to his children's children,
But the wealth of the sinner is stored up for the righteous.
(Prov 13:22)*

Super Naturalness of God

…then you say in your heart, 'My power and the might of my
hand have gained me this wealth And you shall remember the
LORD your God, for [it is] He who gives you power to get
wealth, that He may establish His covenant.

And my God shall supply all your need according to His
riches in glory by Christ Jesus. (you sow and He causes you to
reap abundance 30, 60 or 100-fold).  (Phil 4:19)*

Prosperity is victory and no lack in EVERY
part of our lives

Poverty is a Curse. Jesus Redeemed us from
the Curse

Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the law, having
become a curse for us (for it is written, Cursed [is] everyone
who hangs on a tree that the blessing of Abraham might come
upon the Gentiles in Christ Jesus, that we might receive the
promise of the Spirit through faith. (Gal 3:13-14)*

2. Thou oughtest therefore to have put my money to the
exchangers, and then at my coming I should have received
mine own with usury (INTEREST).

3. Take therefore the talent from him, and give it unto him
which hath ten talents.

4. cast ye the UNPROFITABLE servant into outer darkness: 
there shall be weeping and gnashing of teeth.

I find it fascinating that the "Prosperity Gospel" is one of the
biggest things people get angry over. The mentality over this
is simply SILLY! Why would anyone think that God is poor or
that He wants His kids poor? If they just looked at themselves
working so hard to give their kids a BETTER life, our Daddy is
better and richer and much more generous. 

They love their kids and want to get them all they desire and
more IF they can afford it. Well, God is the same way; He
wants His kids to have all their hearts' desires as long as they
love Him and NOT money. God is love and love always gives
to the object of their love!

It takes money to share the gospel. It takes money to feed the
poor. It takes money to be a godly representative of what and
who God is. We are the answer to the world's problems; we
are to help in all the events and disasters that are about to
happen to this planet as it folds up under the weight of sin.
We need abundance so we can give abundantly!

8. Baptized into the Holy Spirit (Acts 1:4-5) (power)
9. Filled with the Holy Spirit (Acts 2:4) 
10.To convince (convict) the world with demonstrations –
about sin, righteousness, judgment

Here are some things we need to know about the Holy Spirit
as said in Luke 4:18 the kingdom power in the holy spirit The

Spirit itself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the
children of God. (Rom 8:1)
For what man knoweth the things of a man, save the spirit of 
man which is in him? even so the things of God knoweth no
man, but the Spirit of God. (1 Cor 2:11)

Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the
spirit which is of God; that we might know the things that are
freely given to us of God. (1 Cor 2:12)

Which things also we speak, not in the words which man's
wisdom teacheth, but which the Holy Ghost teacheth;
comparing spiritual things with spiritual. (1 Cor 2:13)

But the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of 
God: for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know 
them, because they are spiritually discerned. (1 Cor 2:14)

But he that is joined unto the Lord is one spirit. (1 Cor 6:17) 

For ye are bought with a price: therefore glorify God in your
body, and in your spirit, which are God's. (1 Cor 6:20) 

Redeemed us from the law of sin and death. (Gal 3:13) 

Works miracles by faith with the Spirit. (Gal 3:5)
Many more things not written in this book.
1 Cor 12:1, Now concerning spiritual gifts, brethren, I would
not have you ignorant.


Let’s take a look at some facts
that prove the Holy Spirit is a gift
for everyone who is born again, or 
saved.

First of all, you are born again by the Holy Spirit. (Rom 8:11) 
The Holy Spirit is not just for everyone, but everyone saved
NEEDS the Holy Spirit.

The Holy Spirit is a GOOD gift. He is from God. He is for
today.

Jesus Christ the same yesterday, today and forever. (Heb 13:8) 

1. I send the promise of my Father upon you…you will be
imbued with power from on high. (Luke 24:49)  

But wait for the promise of the Father…you shall be baptized
with the Holy Ghost. (Acts 1:4-5) 
2. Peace be unto you: as my Father hath sent me, even so send
I you. And when he had said this, he breathed on them, and
saith unto them, Receive ye the Holy Ghost. (John 20:21-23) 
We are also anointed with the Holy Spirit and power and are
to do the same thing Jesus did with the power.

3. And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to
speak with other tongues. (Acts 2:4)

The Holy Spirit and speaking in
tongues is for EVERYONE

All you have to do is... receive the gift of the Holy Ghost, for
the promise is unto
1. you,

2. and to your children, (You are children of children, etc.)

3. and to all that are afar off, (that would be you)

4. [even] as many as the Lord our God shall call. (Act 2:33) 
That would be you.

5. And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name
shall... speak with new tongues (that would be you) (Mark

16:15-18)

The above scripture tells you that the baptism of the Holy
Spirit is for today and is for you. It is to all that are far off. It
also says it is to be received, not waited for or begged for but
already given, now receive it. If ye then, being evil, know how
to give good gifts unto your children: how much more shall 
your heavenly Father give the Holy Spirit to THEM (not just
some, but ALL that ask Him) that ask him? (Luke 11:13) Jesus
needed power. But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy
Ghost is come upon you. (Acts 1:8)

If you are saved, then you are called. If you are called, 
then the above scripture means you can receive the Holy
Spirit. Speaking in tongues is a gift to all God's children and it
is a powerful tool to intercede and bring God's will on earth as
it is in heaven (Matt 6:10). We are speaking to God in His
language without our mind interfering. Forbid not to speak
with tongues. (1 Cor 14:39) 

In 1 Co 12: And God hath set some IN THE CHURCH,
first apostles, secondarily prophets, thirdly teachers, after that
miracles, then gifts of healings, helps, governments, diversities
of tongues. Are all apostles? are all prophets? are all teachers?
are all workers of miracles? Have all the gifts of healing? do all
speak with tongues?(IN THE CHURCH) do all interpret? But
covet earnestly the best gifts: and yet shew I unto you a more
excellent way.

The Bible talks about tongues and says that all don't have the
gift of tongues and interpretation IN THE CHURCH. Often
people use this scripture to say, "See? Tongues isn't for
everyone." The reason for this scripture is for there to be
ORDER in the church. In the beginning of this chapter, in 1 
Cor 12:28, it says 'in the CHURCH' so they are talking about
during church time. Let me show you in the rest of this
chapter how being baptized with the Holy Spirit results in
power and speaking in tongues (which is a great power).

If you look at the book of Acts, you will see that Peter knew
the new converts were filled with the Holy Spirit because... 
they heard them speak with tongues. (Acts 10:34-44) In Acts
11, Peter tells the story again from Acts 10:34-44, 'And as I
began to speak, the Holy Spirit fell on them.' How did he
know this? Because he HEARD them speaking IN TONGUES.
If you have a hard time accepting this chapter, then you will
have a hard time walking in the power of God, because the
kingdom of God is all IN THE HOLY SPIRIT!

There is a difference in being "filled" with the Holy Spirit and
being "baptized" in the Holy Spirit. When we receive Jesus as
our Lord and savior, the Holy Spirit comes to live in us as
Jesus' representative.

BUT when we are baptized with the Holy Spirit, we are
immersed, over flowing, like in water baptism, the old is dead
and you become a new man. You will be filled with POWER,
immersed in power.


Basically it comes down to this.
When you are filled to overflowing
with the Holy Spirit, you will be
laying hands on the sick and they 
will be getting healed, You will be
doing things that require faith,
things that only God could do.

I was filled with the Holy Spirit for about 20 years
before I knew I could pray in tongues on purpose. Many of 
you are filled with the Holy Spirit and haven't spoken in
tongues. Speaking in tongues is easy. Just start praising the
Lord, then begin to speak out from your spirit anything that
comes. It might only be one syllable or sound to start. Trust
God, it is from Him. If tongues were from the devil, they
would be speaking it in the bars!

The devil doesn't want you to believe in speaking in the Spirit
(or tongues) because it helps you pray God's perfect will, and
tongues is a weapon. 

For 18 years, I did my ministry without power. I clowned on 
stage and only gave the gospel message and I barely did that.
Then I started to pray in tongues by setting a timer for 10 
minutes. 

I loved the change IN ME so much I began to keep resetting
my timer at 10 minutes until I reached an hour.

THEN I began to hear God talking to me all the time about
everything, my shows and what to do in them, my family, 
other people, etc.

I started getting awesome revelations that changed my life
and ended up in making videos, CDs, DVDs, and this book.
God is a chatter box, He is always talking, we just don't hear
Him sometimes. Once I prayed for three hours in tongues!
Wow, that was awesome! I would like to do that on a regular
basis.

Speaking in tongue is speaking in an unknown (to us) 
language. It is nothing to be afraid of. My purpose is to show 
you, speaking in tongues is a result of being filled with the
Holy Spirit. The purpose to be filled with the Holy Spirit is to
receive power to be a witness and to always be lead into
victory.


We get direction from God
that goes beyond our natural
understanding. For he that
speaketh in an unknown tongue:

1. speaketh..., but unto God: for no man understandeth him; 
howbeit in the spirit he
2. speaketh mysteries. (1 Cor 14:2) He that speaketh in an 
unknown tongue

3. edifieth (build up, energizes) himself, (Col 14:4) But
4. ye, beloved, building up yourselves on your most holy faith,
praying in the Holy Ghost. (Jude 22) 

The above scripture, Jude 22, was not a request. It is
something God wants us to do to benefit us. Jesus…Prayed for
them, that they might receive the Holy Ghost: (For as yet he
was fallen upon none of them: only they were baptized in the
name of the Lord Jesus.) Then laid they their hands on them,
and they received the Holy Ghost. (Acts 8:15) 


Tongues is a Weapon!

Eph 6:17, the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God: 
Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit
Our praying in tongues is praying the word of God. It is a 
weapon. It goes beyond our natural understanding and gets
past our own mind and reasoning.

Heb 4:12, For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and
sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing even to the
dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints (FLESH 
AND MATERIAL WORLD) and marrow, and is a discerner of
the thoughts and intents of the heart.

Eph 6:12, For we wrestle not against flesh and blood (physical 
world, but the spiritual world), but against principalities, 
against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this
world, against spiritual wickedness in high places.

When we are baptized in the Holy Spirit, we
can be a witness of the resurrection of Jesus.

...And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach
the gospel to every creature…

And these signs shall follow them that believe; In my name
shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues..
And they went forth, and preached everywhere, the Lord
working with them, and confirming the word with signs
following. (Mark 16:15-20) 

Speaking in tongues is a sign that follows you when you are
baptized in the Holy Spirit.
He has defeated the devil for you and given you all authority.
And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All power is
given unto me in heaven and in earth. (Matt 28:18) 

Behold, I give unto you power (that is the Holy Spirit) to tread
on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the
enemy: and nothing shall by any means hurt you. (Luke 10:19)

Our words are powerful enough to change the world. And
Jesus answering saith unto them, Have faith in God. For verily
I say unto you, That whosoever shall say unto this mountain, 
Be thou removed, and be thou cast into the sea; and shall not
doubt in his heart, but shall believe that those things which he
saith shall come to pass; he shall have whatsoever he saith. 
Therefore I say unto you, What things soever ye desire, when 
ye pray, believe that ye receive them, and ye shall have them.
(Mark 11:22) Can you image how much more powerful
speaking in tongues is because it is the perfect will of God, it is
praise, and it is the word!

As he is, so are we in this world. (1 John 4:17) Acts 10:38 
shows how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy
Ghost and with power: who went about doing good,
and healing all that were oppressed of the devil; for God was
with him.


Jesus still does the same things
through you as He did when He was on
earth. Now He is on earth through you.

Now then we are ambassadors for Christ, as though God did
beseech you by us. (2 Cor 5:20) 
And he said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach
the gospel to every creature… And these signs shall follow 
them that believe; In my name shall they cast out devils; they
shall speak with new tongues

They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any deadly
thing, it shall not hurt them; they shall lay hands on the sick, 
and they shall recover. (Mark 16:15-18) 


Things we can’t do effectively
without the Holy Spirit:

1. Love is in our hearts by the Holy Spirit (Rom 5:5) and faith 
works by love. Without faith it is impossible to please God. 
“But ye, beloved, building up yourselves on your most holy
faith, praying in the Holy Ghost, keep yourselves in the love
of God” (Jude 20-21) 

2. He guides us into the Truth, revealing God’s Word, God’s
will, and God’s voice. (John 16:13)* We are led by the Spirit
(Rom 8:14) 

We obey the truth through the Spirit (1 Pet 1:22) How can we
know the truth unless we are filled with the Holy Spirit.

3. We crucify the flesh by the power of the Spirit (Rom 8:13; 
Gal 5:24-25)  

There is no condemnation for those who follow after the
Spirit (Rom 8:1)  

How can we STOP SINNING unless we have the Holy Spirit?
Awake to righteousness and SIN NOT. (1 Cor 15:34) 
4. PRAY Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities:
(weakness, inability to know what to pray) for we know not
what we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself 
maketh intercession for us with groanings which cannot be
uttered.

And he that searcheth the hearts knoweth what is the mind of 
the Spirit, because he maketh intercession for the saints
according to the will of God. (Rom 8:26-27)

So we need the help of the Holy Spirit in Heaven's special 
language so we can get God's will done on earth. Praying
always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit. (Eph 
6:18) God would not ask us to pray always IN THE SPIRIT if it
was not possible for EVERYONE to pray in the Spirit. Praying
is asking God to do something for us we cannot do. How can 
we pray right and with power unless we pray God's will. How
can we know His will unless we are filled with the Holy
Spirit?

5. We worship God in the Spirit. We could sing “woe is me, 
downtrodden and sick” hymns with no power, but we are not
PRAISING or WORSHIPPING God. We are going through a 
ritual only. Take a look at John 4:24... true worshippers shall 
worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh
such to worship him.

God is a Spirit: and they that
worship him must worship him in spirit and in
truth.

6. He makes us Rapture ready. Our bodies are quickened, now
and at the resurrection by the Spirit (Rom 8:11) 
7. He gives us power. And my speech and my preaching was
not with enticing words of man's wisdom, but in

demonstration of the Spirit and of power. (1 Cor 2:4) We need
the Holy Spirit to preach and teach.

The Bible becomes a set of rules without the Holy Spirit
instead of revealing the LOVE and GRACE of Jesus Christ. But
the natural man receiveth not the things of the Spirit of God: 
for they are foolishness unto him: neither can he know them, 
because they are spiritually discerned. (1 Cor 2:14) 

8. We are Made Righteous but ye are washed, but ye are
sanctified, but ye are justified in the name of the Lord Jesus, 
and by the Spirit of our God. (1 Cor 6:11) 

Now the Lord is that Spirit: and where the Spirit of the Lord
is, there is liberty (freedom) from sickness, lack, fear, hate,
bondage, selfishness etc. (2 Cor 3:17) 

Received ye the Spirit by the works of the law, or by the
hearing of faith? (Gal 3:2) 

...be filled with the Spirit; (Eph 5:18) We need to be filled to

overflowing.




CHAPTER 9 Wrong Believing About
Raising the dead

God loves you. He wants all to be well for you: body, finances,
family and all that is yours.
He paid the price so you could become His child and be
victorious. The devil’s the one who comes to kill, steal and
destroy (John 10:10). Death is an enemy. 1 Corinthians 15:26 
says the last enemy to be put under our feet is death. God
never created us to die. His original plan was for us to live
forever in fellowship with Him. He gave man free choose and
we chose death.

Can you image the JOY parents would feel when their beloved
child is raised from the dead? How would you feel after being
told by a doctor that you are going to die? Now how would
you feel if all symptoms and pain left your body and the
doctor confirmed you are no longer sick and will LIVE? I'm
sure you would feel great joy!


One of the greatest signs of this
end time is raising the dead.

Both in the old covenant and the new, the dead are raised.
Jesus said we would do even greater things than He did. 
Raising the dead is done much more in other countries than it
is right here in America. Here there tends to be a lot more
doubt that it is God's will to raise the dead. In this chapter, I
am going to answer a lot of question you

might have on who can raise the dead, why, when, how, and
what is the purpose of raising the dead.

This chapter will either make you angry or cause you to
become one of the MIGHTY doers of the word.

But remember, with this information will possibly come
persecution. I pray that God will reveal to you hidden truths
in the word that are for this end time and make you confident
with boldness to do what you learn.


Let me show you how death came
to be on the earth.

Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and
death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all 
have sinned:…death reigned …, even over them that had not
sinned. (Rom 5:12,17-21) 

Death is a result of man's original sin. Jesus paid the price for
all of our sin and the result of sin. Someday we will die, but it
can be after we say our goodbyes and our work is done and
we are ready to go. 

Death is not supposed to reign in a Christian's life
. God said
in Romans 5:17... through one man's offense death reigned
much MORE those who receive abundance of GRACE and of 
the gift of RIGHTEOUSNESS will REIGN in LIFE

through...Jesus. Life is to REIGN, NOT death. Knowing that
Christ being raised from the dead dieth no more; death hath 
no more dominion over him. (Rom 6:9) 

We (all Christians) are the body of Christ on earth today. We
are IN Him, so death no longer has power over us. Now ye
are the body of Christ. (1 Cor 12:27) 

The sting of death is sin; and the strength of sin is the law. But
thanks be to God, which giveth us the victory through our
Lord Jesus Christ. (1 Cor 15:56-57) We have victory over
death.

The devil HAD the power of death, but he no longer does. If a 
born again believer enforces this judgment, he has the power
of death over the devil. 

I had the opportunity to try to raise the dead five times. Each 
time they did not raise, I asked the Lord why, and He told me
the answer. One time I asked the Lord, who can I raise from 
the dead? He answered, “Anyone you want unless I say not
to,” meaning I did not need to have an invitation—I didn’t
have to be SENT by God to raise a particular person.

...through death he might destroy him that HAD the power of 
death, that is, the devil. (Heb 2:14) 
Just because my experience didn't line up with the word
doesn't mean the word is not true. I press in and keep trying, 
expecting the next one to rise up. I practice until I find the key
I have been missing. My experience must line up with the
word. God is not a liar and His word works.

Let me show you that Jesus did not raise the dead or heal the
sick because He was God, but a man in right relationship with
God. 

Jms 1:13, for God cannot be tempted with evil
Luke 4:2,13, Being forty days (Jesus) tempted of the devil.
Rom 8:3, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful
flesh,

Heb 4:15, but (Jesus) was in all points tempted like as we are,
Acts 2:22, Jesus of Nazareth, a man approved of God among

you by miracles and wonders and signs, which God did by
him
To some people they might say, but God is sovereign, 
He chooses who can be raised. Yes, He is sovereign, 
but He gave man authority to subdue (death) and have
dominion (over the devil who tries to kill us) over all the
earth. 

Remember John 10:10. It is the devil who comes to kill. Take a 
look at Deut 30:19, I have set before you life and

death...THEREFORE CHOOSE LIFE. God is sovereign and He
told US to CHOOSE LIFE!

Pay close attention to these next few paragraphs. I will show 
you without a doubt that we have authority over death. In the
Garden of Eden, God gave man all authority. God said Let
them have dominion... over all the earth...subdue it: have
dominion... over every living thing that moves on the earth.
(Gen 1:26-28) 

He gave us authority over all the earth. He told us to subdue
it to have dominion over all the earth. BUT when Jesus went
to hell and conquered the devil for us, He rose with the keys
to hell and death. Jesus TOOK the keys away from Satan. 


HOW DID SATAN GET THE KEYS
TO HELL AND DEATH IN THE 
FIRST PLACE?

In the garden, he took all man's authority when he deceived
Adam and Eve. SO man originally had the keys to hell and
death. Satan stole man's authority, and Jesus took it from 
Satan and gave it back to us. Rev 1:18 says Jesus has the keys
to hell and death. This does not mean you can't die, because
death is part of the result of the fall of man. 


What it means is that THE DEVIL
NO LONGER HAS THE KEYS TO
YOUR DEATH, YOU DO.

Death and life are in the power of the tongue. (Prov 18:21).
Death is under our feet in the sense that death can’t just come
in our home in the middle of the night and take us. Satan
needs an open door or an invitation to kill, steal and destroy.

As the bird by wandering, as the swallow by flying, so the
curse causeless shall not come. (Prov 26:2) 
The devil has to find a way to force himself on you. When 
someone dies, we have the right and the power to raise them
from the dead—the same right we have to raise them up by
laying hands on them and healing them when they are sick. 
Death is a thing, and the name of Jesus is above all things. 
That at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of things in
heaven, and things in earth, and things under the earth. (Phil
2:10) 

God put all things under our feet! Thou hast put all things in
subjection under his feet. (we are His feet) For in that he put
all in subjection under him, he left nothing (death included) 
that is not put under him. (Heb 2:8) 

If all things are under our feet and at the name of Jesus every
knee will bow, that makes a way for us to raise the dead.
Knowing that Christ being raised from the dead dieth no
more; death hath no more dominion over him.…   
Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto
sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord. (Rom 
6:9) 

We have authority over death because Jesus ROSE from the
dead.

Before Jesus came, death reigned, but Jesus conquered death,

and now through us His grace and righteousness, we reign 

over death with life.

For if by one man's offence death reigned by one; much more
they which receive abundance of grace and of the gift of 
righteousness shall reign in life by one, Jesus Christ. (Rom 
5:17)*


Through the finished work of
Christ, we have authority over 
death.

For the LAW of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus hath made me
free from the law of sin and death. (Rom 8:2) 

But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead
dwell in you, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also
give life to your body by his Spirit that dwells in you. (Rom 
8:11) 

Because the Holy Spirit that raised Jesus from the dead LIVES
in us, we too can raise the dead.
It is the spirit who gives life: the flesh profits nothing. The
WORDS that I SPEAK to you are spirit, and are life. (John 
6:63) 

Remember the scripture that death and life are in our
tongue. We are created to speak creation and life into
existence.

The scripture below is important. By Jesus rising from the
dead and still working on earth today, He proves He has risen
and is alive.

And declared to be the Son of God with power, according to
the spirit of holiness, by the resurrection from the dead. (Rom 
1:4)


Let me show you in the Bible where it 
shows us that WE HAVE THE RIGHT
TO CHOSE BETWEEN LIFE AND
DEATH. 

If one man could choose between life and death, then any man
could chose life or death.

People in the Bible that could decide
to live or die.

1. Paul is trying to decide if he wants to die and be with Christ,
or stay and minister to the people. …what I shall choose I
don’t know. So now also Christ shall be magnified in my
body, whether it be by life, or by death…. yet what I shall 
choose. (Phil 1:20-23) 

2. John 10:17, Therefore doth my Father love me, because I lay
down my life,(It was not taken from Him) that I might take it
again. Jesus could lay down His life or not, the choice was His.
John 10:15, As the Father knoweth me, even so know I the
Father: and I lay down my life for the sheep.

3. Deuteronomy 30:19, I have set before you life and
death...THEREFORE CHOOSE LIFE.


Notice that the devil HAD the power
of death.

…that through death he might destroy him that had the
power of death, that is, the devil And deliver them who
through fear of death were all their lifetime subject to
bondage. (Heb 2:14) 


Fear of death is bondage.

If He delivered us, then that would mean we were no longer
in fear of death because we were no longer in bondage to
death We choose when to die, and it doesn’t have to be
through sickness and disease, which are tools of the enemy. 
Many people die when they are sick because they just get
worn out and tired of fighting, and it is easier sometimes to
just go home and be with the Lord.

We are no longer in BONDAGE to death or fear of 
death, because it is in our hands, not the devil’s hands. The
above scripture talks about how we WE'RE DELIVERED from
death and fear of death.

The devil no longer has the keys to your death. (Jesus) have
the keys of hell and of death. (Rev 1:18) We are the body of 
Christ on the earth and He is our head, seated in heavenly
places. We are the body of Christ, and members in particular.
(1 Cor 12:27) We are one, therefore we have the keys to death.
(Rom 12:5)

This next scripture tells us what we are to do with the keys to
death.
These twelve Jesus sent forth, and commanded them, saying,
… “And as ye go, preach, saying, The kingdom of heaven is at
hand.

1. Heal the sick, 

2. cleanse the lepers,

3. raise the dead,

4. cast out devils.” (Matt 10:5-8)

For this purpose, the Son of God was manifested, that he
might destroy the works of the devil. (1 John 3:8) 

The Works of the Devil

Let's take a look at the works of the devil. We start in
John 10:10...KILL, steal and destroy.
1. demons

2. sick

3. leapers

4. poor

5. dead

6. blind

7. deaf

8. weather that destroys (Matt, Mark, Luke, John)

We know these are the works of the devil because these are
the things that Jesus delivered and set people free from. Look
at the scripture below and see the list of the works of Christ.


Works of Jesus

John 5:36, But I have greater witness... for the works which the
Father hath given me to finish, the same works that I do, bear
witness of me, that the Father hath sent me.

Now when John had heard in the prison the works of Christ,
he sent two of his disciples and said unto him, Art thou he
that should come, or do we look for another? Jesus answered
and said unto them, Go and shew John again those things
which ye do hear and see: (Matt 11:2)

1. The blind receive their sight,

2. and the lame walk, 

3. the lepers are cleansed,
4. and the deaf hear,

5. the dead are raised up,

5. the dead are raised up,


6)


Why These Works are Done

John 5:20, For the Father loveth the Son, and sheweth him all 
things that himself doeth: and he will shew him greater works
than these, that ye may marvel. God wants the world to know 
He is ALIVE and He raises the dead!

John 10:25, Jesus answered them, I told you, and ye believed
not: the works that I do in my Father's name, they bear
witness of me. Jesus STILL needs to bear witness of Him. We
are to go into all the world and give witness (PROOF) that He
is God and alive.

John 10:37, If I do not the works of my Father, believe me not.
If only we the church would say the same thing. If I don't do
the works, don't believe anything I say!

John 15:24, If I had not done among them the works which 
none other man did, they had not had sin: but now have they
both seen and hated both me and my Father

Listen to what Jesus says next. John14:12, Verily, verily, I say
unto you, He that believeth on me, the works
that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall 
he do; (WHY) because I go unto my Father.

Then said they unto him, What shall we do, that we might
work the works of God? (Answer) ...Believe in Him (Jesus) 
(John 6:28)

He therefore that ministereth to you the Spirit, and worketh
miracles among you, doeth he it by the works of the law, or by
the hearing of faith? (Gal 3:5)

Many churches today do what the following scripture says. 
Titus 1:16, They profess that they know God; but in works
they deny him. This is a pretty strong statement.

Raising people from the dead is God's Kingdom (government
and authority) in you, enforcing God's will on Earth.
As he is, so are we in this world (not when we get to heaven, 
but now!) (1 John 4:17) Knowing that Christ being raised from 
the dead dieth no more; death hath no more dominion over
him. (Rom 6:9) 

… for as the Father raises the dead and gives to them, even so
the Son gives life to whom He will. (John 5:21) 

How to Know who He Wills 

Matt 10:5-8 answers that question, Jesus commanded them 
saying...and AS YOU GO... raise the dead.
Jesus told me that we had authority to raise anyone we
wanted to, we didn’t have to wait for Him to say, “Go raise
this one.” We are to raise all and any dead, animals and
people.

I know of two people who raised loved animals from the
dead. One was a dog who was dead for four days. Jesus said, 
"Raise THE dead" THE dead. The means ANY that are dead!
Your neighbor, boss, family, random stranger, or your favorite
pet.

He did not clarify that by saying, "Raise the dead I tell you to."
He did not say, "Raise only the dead if you have super faith."
No, He said raise the dead. You have the faith and power in
you through the Holy Spirit to be OBEDIENT.

Let's look at that scripture again. Matt 10:5-8, Jesus
COMMANDED them saying... a
nd as you go... raise the dead.
Why is it we try so hard to follow other commands of Jesus, 
but fail to see this as a command?

Jesus is the same yesterday, today, and forever. Why would it
be LESS important now in this end times to raise the dead
than it was then? It's not. But because our experiences don't
line up with the word, raise the dead, people make excuses, 
like: Only God can raise the dead; It's not for today; I can't do
it so it must not be true; or It's God's sovereignty.

Look at it again: Matt 10:5-8, Jesus COMMANDED them 
saying... and as you go... raise the dead. Now if God gave you
the command to raise THE dead, why would you have to ask
WHICH DEAD? Just raise the dead! ANY dead YOU want to!
Just do what He told you to do. Raise T-H-E dead.

If it is dead, raise it up! God told you to raise the dead, so you
don't have to ask Him to do something He told you to do. You
were told to DO it, so you have the power in you to do it. 
Keep believing until you have success! Then keep doing it
until you have REVIVAL!

Remember, Jesus already paid for the whole world to be
saved, healed, raised, delivered and to prosper. You're just the
DELIVERY person, the bills been paid, give them what is
theirs. Start a revival, draw them to Him, with His goodness!

Jesus told His disciples to raise THE dead and sent them out.
If they were ONLY to raise CERTAIN dead ones and not
others, they would be confused. Jesus didn't go with them, so
how would they know WHICH dead to raise?

Did you notice that it said in Matthew 10:5-8, preach, saying, 
The kingdom of heaven is at hand. Heal the sick, cleanse the
lepers, raise the dead, cast out devils.

This scripture says to heal, cleanse, raise and cast out all in the
same sentence. It did not say heal the sick BUT you need
special faith to raise the dead. It did not say heal some of the
sick, but those that are hard to do, don't expect to see them
healed. It is all in one sentence, requiring nothing extra to do
the job. 


Who does the job?

The KINGDOM of God (the anointing, the Holy Spirit IN
YOU) does the job.

The kingdom is in you, in power! You are to heal the sick, 
ALL the sick, ANY sick. You are to raise the dead, ANY dead,
ALL dead.

God said it is His good pleasure to give you the kingdom. 
(Luke 12:32), The kingdom does the work.


Jesus Raised the Dead

Let's look at how and why and what happened because He
raised the dead. Jesus interrupted funerals of strangers and
RAISED their dead!

…He came nigh to the gate of the city, behold, there was a 
dead man carried... And when the Lord saw her, he had
compassion on her, and said unto her, Weep not. And he came
and touched the bier: and they that bare him stood still. And
he said, Young man, I say unto thee, Arise. And he that was
dead sat up, and began to speak. And he delivered him to his
mother. And there came a fear on all: and they glorified God, 
saying, That a great prophet is risen up among us; and, That
God hath visited his people. (Luke 7:11) 

Many city people were with the mother of the dead
man. ALL those people with her witnessed the goodness of 
God. He HAD COMPASSION on her. Fear came on them and
they GLORIFIED God because He raise the dead.

Look at this next scripture. Someone came to Him.

Look at HOW Jesus shows
compassion

Thy daughter is dead; trouble not the Master. But when Jesus
heard it, he answered him, saying, Fear not: believe only, and
she shall be made whole. And when he came into the house, 
he suffered no man to go in, save Peter, and James, and John, 
and the father and the mother of the maiden. 

And all wept, and bewailed her: but he said, Weep not; she is
not dead, but sleepeth.… And he put them all out, and took
her by the hand, and called, saying,

Maid, arise. And her spirit came again, and she arose
straightway... her parents were astonished. (Luke 8:49,53) 
Her parents were astonished after she rose from the dead. 

by this time he stinketh: for he hath been dead four days.
Jesus saith unto her, Said I not unto thee, that, if thou
wouldest believe, thou shouldest see the glory of God?.... And
when he thus had spoken, he cried with a loud voice, Lazarus,
come forth. And he that was dead came forth, bound hand
and foot with graveclothes: and his face was bound about
with a napkin. Jesus saith unto them, Loose him, and let him
go. Then many of the Jews which came to Mary, and had seen 
the things which Jesus did, believed on him...., What do we?
for this man doeth many miracles. If we let him thus alone, all 
men will believe on him. (John 11:39-45)

1. He was a friend of Jesus. 

2. He was dead four days and was rotting.

3. Raising the dead showed the GLORY.

4. Many believed on Him.

And the graves were opened; and many bodies of the saints
which slept arose, And came out of the graves after his
resurrection, and went into the holy city, and appeared unto
many. (Matt 27:52)

People who were dead for years and buried APPEARED TO 
MANY!

Disciples Raise the Dead

…having stoned Paul, drew him out of the city, supposing he
had been dead. Howbeit, as the disciples stood round about
him, he rose up, and came into the city: and the next day he
(Paul who was dead) departed with Barnabas to Derbe. (Acts
14:19-20) 

1. A missionary's death. 

2. Disciples raise him up from dead.
And there sat in a window a certain young man named
Eutychus, being fallen into a deep sleep: and as Paul was long
preaching, he sunk down with sleep, and fell down from the
third loft, and was taken up dead. And Paul went down, and
fell on him, and embracing him said, Trouble not yourselves;
for his life is in him…. And they brought the young man alive,
and were not a little comforted. (Acts 20:9) 

1. A preaching accident (could happen a lot today, falling
asleep during preaching!)

2. Paul raised him from the dead.

And it came to pass in those days, that she was sick, and died:
… But Peter put them all forth, and kneeled down, and
prayed; and turning him to the body said, Tabitha, arise. And
she opened her eyes: and when she saw Peter, she sat up. 
(Acts 9:37,40) 

1. A woman everyone liked, died. 

2. Peter prayed and commanded the woman to get up. 

Women received their dead raised to life again. (Heb 11:35) 
Because we believe on Jesus, we will also raise the
dead! Read and believe the following scripture. 

Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the
works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than 
these shall he do; because I go unto my Father. And
whatsoever ye shall ask in my name, that will I do, that the
(why) Father may be glorified in the Son. If ye shall ask any
thing in my name, I will do it. If ye love me, keep my
commandments. (John 14:12) 

Herein is our love made perfect, that we may have boldness in
the day of judgment: because as he is, so are we in this world.
(1 John 4:17) 

We are ambassadors for Christ, we are His kings on the
earth, showing He is still alive and living in us. 

Now then we are ambassadors for Christ. (2 Cor 5:20)  

Jesus Christ the same yesterday, and today, and for ever. (Heb
13:8) 
kingdom of God is … righteousness, and peace, and joy in the
Holy Ghost. For he that in these things serveth Christ is
acceptable to God, and approved of men. (Rom 14:17)*

Here are some unusual circumstances. Elisha's bones
brought a dead man who was thrown into his grave back to
life. 

And it came to pass, as they were burying a man, that, behold,
they spied a band of men; and they cast the man into the
sepulcher of Elisha: and when the man was let down, and
touched the bones of Elisha, he revived, and stood up on his
feet. (2 Kings 13:21) 


We are to snatch people from
hell. Here are a few more things to 
meditate on to build your faith.

1. I beheld Satan as lightning fall from heaven. Behold, I give
unto you power to tread on serpents and scorpions, and over
all the power of the enemy: (including death) and nothing
shall by any means hurt you (Luke 10:18-19)

2. Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome them:
because greater is he that is in you, than he that is in the
world. (1 John 4:4)

3. He that saith he abideth in him ought himself also so to
walk, even as he walked. (1 John 1:6)

4. And hath put all things under his feet, and gave him to be
the head over all things to the church, Which is his body, the
fullness of him that filleth all in all. (Eph 1:22-23)

The curse was all about death. (Deut 28) Jesus
redeemed us from the curse. Here is a list of a
few things under the curse. 

1. no rest

2. trembling heart
3. failing eyes

4. anguish of soul

5. your life shall hang in doubt before you
6. fear day and night

7. have no assurance of life. (Deut 28:65-67)

But Jesus redeemed us from that curse! (Gal
3:13) So you see, it is the will of God for you
to take your kingdom authority and raise up the
dead. It is for you and it is for today.




Chapter 10 The Gospel of the
Kingdom For End Times

Jesus said in Matt 24:14, And this gospel of the kingdom will
be preached in all the world as a witness to all the nations, and
then the end will come. The gospel of the kingdom is…
righteousness and peace and joy in the Holy Spirit. (Rom 
14:17) 

Let's take a look at all the parts to that scripture.
Gospel- Gospel means good news, that
is what the Gospel is, GOOD news. News is
something that has ALREADY happened.

Everything about the gospel is GOOD NEWS. Jesus wants you
to live on earth as you will in heaven. He did everything for
you so that you could have abundant life. If the gospel was
just for us to get saved and go to heaven then we would all die
right after we got saved. Our mission is to take dominion over
all the devil's works. Read Genesis. The gospel is also that we
have restored fellowship with our Father, which means we are
to look and act like our Daddy. We are to show and tell the
gospel as a witness that Jesus is alive and loves the people of 
the world. This whole book is about understanding the
kingdom and what it is all about.

Kingdom- the kingdom is God's rule, authority, and
dominion. The kingdom is in you, in power, and it heals the
sick, casts out demons, and raises the dead. The kingdom is
in us, enforcing the devil's defeat and God’s will on earth as it
is in heaven. The kingdom is rightness (we KNOW we are
right with God). Peace means there is nothing missing or
broken in our lives or any part of our lives. Joy is our strength
and the anointing that Jesus walked in. Joy is POWER. All of 
the kingdom is IN the Holy Spirit. It is not we who do
miracles, but the Holy Spirit living is us. The Holy Spirit prays
through us, then does what He prays! This end time revival is
all about THE HOLY SPIRIT and our relationship WITH Him!
Witness- evidential or witness. Witness means proof, personal
knowledge, or evidence. When we bring Heaven on earth in
people’s lives through the kingdom, we are giving witness
that Jesus is alive and loves them. It is personal!


The last and end time revival is a
revival of God’s people awakening
to who they are in Christ.

God’s people will awaken to the fact that they are the
righteousness of God, and because of that, they will stand up, 
manifest, and enforce the defeat (JUSTICE and JUDGMENT) 
of the devil in their lives and the lives of those around them.
The kingdom is peace and joy. The kingdom is a kingdom of 
LOVE, according to Col 1:13.The children of God will 
demonstrate His love out on the street and in their daily lives
with signs, wonders, and miracles. God’s kids who are full of 
peace and joy will bring in this end time harvest with JOY. Joy
gives us strength and is the answer for the oppression of the
devil. In the chapter on Joy, I go into great detail and provide
many scripture on why I believe this. Jesus is coming back for
a GLORIOUS BRIDE, not a fearful, weak one.

Too many people are in fear because of the stuff happening in
the world today. God wants to fill His kids with joy. Rodney
Howard Brown just touched the surface with the laughter
movement. There is more to come. There is joy in the presence
of God and we need His joy for this time. There will be
laughter, peace, and the “best wine” for new wine skins. Joy is
strength and that is what we need for these end times. Joy is
also what stops the oppression of the devil. New end time
wine will be poured out to this last generation, and they will
be filled with the Spirit and drunk on His presence. (Acts 2, 
Joel 2). Also take a look at John 2. The wedding miracle where
He turned water into wine was the FIRST miracle He did to
SHOW HIS GLORY. The Holy Spirit is the water and the
wine. But Jesus said to me that in these end times, He is
pouring out the wine into new wine skins.


The Holy Spirit will be the star
of this revival and the focus will be
relationship. 

It will come from intimate times of WORSHIP. … times of 
refreshing may come from the presence of the Lord. (Acts
3:20) Worship is what Satan used to do, but now it is the very
thing that makes him run when we do it. It is time to arise and
shine, for the glory of the Lord has risen….

There will be Heavenly activities as in the Old Testament and
the New (former and latter rain, Joel 2), angels, 

transportations, glory clouds, fire, dead rising, unusual 
miracles and signs, things we never imagined. Relationship is
what God desires. Important signs of this last revival will be
DREAMS, VISIONS and PROPHECY of the UNSAVED. Jesus
will visit the unsaved in dreams and visions (Acts 2, Joel 2). 
The gospel of salvation has been preached and that is good.
We want souls to be saved, but that is not the WHOLE
GOSPEL. What Jesus preached was “justice.” I will put my
spirit upon him, and he shall shew judgment (declare justice). 
(Matt 12:18) Justice is EVERYTHING God gave us in the
Garden of Eden to be restored to us. That has been done,
through the work of Jesus on the cross, but unless you go back
and look at what Adam lost in the garden, the devil will
deceive you and keep your stuff. You have to KNOW WHO
YOU ARE IN CHRIST, you are the righteousness of God IN
Christ, and because of that you can walk in ALL BOLDNESS!
Here is a list of what Jesus preached.

Luke 4:18 Preach the gospel (gospel means GOOD NEWS) to
the poor. The kingdom is here, they don’t have to be poor
anymore. (The prosperity gospel is part of the kingdom and IT
IS THE FIRST THING JESUS LISTED) Like when Pharaoh
would not let God’s people go, we too will be delivered with 
restoration of all things. Take a look at Joel 2.

1. Heal the brokenhearted

2. Give freedom to the captives (captives of sickness, poverty,
fear, demons, death, etc.)

3. Recovery of sight to the blind (Healing both physically and
spiritually) 

4. Set the oppressed free (joy is what the Bible says sets the
oppressed free)

5. Proclaim the acceptable year of the Lord (financial freedom)


The gospel of the kingdom is
the gospel Jesus preached. It
includes body, soul, spirit, finances,
health, ALL areas of life. 

It includes living on earth as we will in heaven. We are to take
authority on earth and command things to line up with God’s
will. Jesus needs to get what He paid for us to have.
Remember, we are the kings that Jesus is, “King of kings.” We
should be living like kings. Our spoken word is a command in
the spiritual realm.

The kingdom is casting out demons, healing the sick, 
prospering the poor, raising the dead, and much more. (Matt
9:35, Matt 12:28, Matt 12:18) Jesus showed judgment and
justice.

Let’s take a look at the main components of this last
awakening and revival.

These are all kingdom signs.

1. Righteousness-minded and confident (righteousness) 

2. Receive the joy of the Lord manifested in laughter (joy) 

3. They will walk in peace and authority (kingdom authority, 
peace)

4. They will walk in the presence of Holy Spirit, manifested in
drunkenness on new wine. They will have a holy boldness
that will offend many religious people. John 2 and Acts 2
5. They will LIVE and move in many signs, wonders and
miracles, including the supernatural that the new age has
stolen from God’s people. (see my chapter on signs and
wonders)

6. They will have great wealth available to them (Acts 3:21, 
restoration of all things, and to help promote the gospel) 
7. They will walk in great faith because of their relationship
with the Lord. (the kingdom is IN the Holy Spirit) 

Too many people are in fear because of the stuff happening in
the world today. We need to be bold and strong in the Lord.
The JOY of the Lord is my STRENGTH (Ps 138:3). He has
made me BOLD with STRENGTH. 

The Lord gives STRENGTH to His people and blesses His
people with PEACE. (Ps 29:11) 
How will this be done? Through worship (Ps 102:8) It will all 
be done by the Holy Spirit in us, not by might or power but by
My Spirit says the Lord.

Don’t walk in fear about this end time bad stuff happening in
the world, instead have this attitude: Though I walk in the
midst of trouble, thou wilt revive me: thou shalt stretch forth
thine hand against the wrath of mine enemies, and thy right
hand shall save me. The LORD will perfect that which 
concerneth me. (Ps 138:7-8) 

Arise, shine; For your light has come! And the glory of the
LORD is risen upon you. For behold, the darkness shall cover
the earth, And deep darkness the people; But the LORD will
arise over you, And His glory will be seen upon you. The
Gentiles shall come to your light, And kings to the brightness
of your rising. Lift up your eyes all around, and see: They all 
gather together, they come to you; Your sons shall come from 
afar, And your daughters shall be nursed at [your] side. Then 
you shall see and become radiant, And your heart shall swell 
with joy; Because the abundance of the sea shall be turned to
you, The wealth of the Gentiles shall come to you. (Is 60:1-6) 


What do you have to do to bring
this end time awakening and revival?

First, get desperate to live only for God, set aside all things
that hinder you, weigh you down, or cause fear.

I got rid of all magazines, newspapers, TV and worldly radio. 

I haven’t watched TV, read a newspaper or radio (I listen to
ONLY certain Christian radio once in a while) for about seven
years! I watch videos and DVD and even than God has a talk
with me about some of them. I hate the news the most. BUT
you do what God tells you to do, not what I do. Ask the Holy
Spirit to show you if there is anything in you that hinders you
from getting (not understanding grace or love) in the things of
God.

Second, spend time in praying IN TONGUES. Remember that
God is going to POUR OUT OF His Spirit onto all flesh. His
Holy Spirit is IN YOU. So the more time you pour out of your
spirit, praying in THE SPIRIT, the more rivers of living water
fill up the earth. (Act 2, Joel 2)

Bind strongholds, strongmen,
principalities, powers, dominions
and spirits of:

Lethargy, apathy, complacency, pride, disappointment,
heartbreak, bitterness, deception, controlling, manipulation, 
false religion, religious tradition, witchcraft, fear, false
humility, self-righteousness, spirit of foreboding, defenses and
offensives, error, confusing, binding, hindering, discouraging, 
condemning, blocking, flattery, tormenting, root of rejection, 
rebellion, disruption, disturbance, harm, destruction, strife,
hypocrisy, perversity, covetousness, greed, wickedness, 
offence, lawlessness, strong disillusions,

spirit that steals the word, dull ears, itching ears, veil 
removed, territorial spirits, hardened hearts, lust of eyes, love
for other things, pride of life, killer or destroying weather.


Release these spirits: Holy Spirit!

Spirit of favor on pastors, evangelists, and ministries in these
last days; spirit of grace, revival, joy, peace, favor,
righteousness, light to shine, freedom of movement for the
Holy Spirit, ministering spirits, warring spirits, protecting
spirits, spirit of impact, repentance, reconciliation, far
reaching, holy laughter, love, hearing, revelation, hunger,
truth, opened understanding, a spirit of comprehension to
draw people to you, cause them to have hearing ears, eyes to
see and softened hearts, repentant heart, that they would be
receptive to the truth, good ground in their hearts, love of the
truth, obedience, grace, that they would produce fruit and be
doers of the Word, rich toward God, receive the will of God, 
hope of calling, spirit of rejoicing and new wine.
