Introduction

Chapter One
What is Throne Life?
Jesus invites us to share with Him in the glory of His enthronement at the Father’s right hand. This is not some high spiritual accomplishment for an elite class of believers, but rather the privilege and inheritance of every believer. The fact that many of God’s children have not entered in to this standing in grace does not prove that it is not for all. The fullness of God’s blessings are already ours in Christ (Ephesians 1:3), awaiting our comprehension and appropriation.
Revelation 3:21
To him who overcomes I will grant to sit with Me on My throne, as I also overcame and sat down with My Father on His throne.
John is writing to the Church at Laodicea, which was lukewarm and self satisfied, and yet Jesus offers them a participation in His throne. John exhorts them to be zealous and repent and He will open the door to the throne for them to join Him.
Jesus said that the overcomer would be enthroned with Him and enjoy His victory. John tells us that this overcoming is for every believer.
1 John 5:4
For whatever is born of God overcomes the world. And this is the victory that has overcome the world — our faith.
If we are Born Again, we are born of God. If we are born of God, we are (at least potentially) constantly coming off victorious. (Wuest’s Expanded Translation of 1 John 5:5) And the key to this victorious life is our faith. Faith possesses what grace gives. Grace has given us all things that pertain to life and godliness. (2 Peter 1:3) As our faith is developed, we take hold of our glorious inheritance in Christ. You are predestined to be conformed to the image of God’s Son. Since God’s Son is an overcomer, then - at least potentially – so are you as well. You may not feel like one and your present level of spirituality may not reflect this fully. But if you are a believer, you have the potential to walk as an overcomer. As your mind is renewed and your faith grows, you can enter this overcoming life.
So often, when the Word speaks of great things we may participate in, our theologians have told us that it is for another age. “This is for the millennium,” they say. “That was for the early Church,” some would insist. “You are practicing triumphalism,” others add. But I would suggest to you that, as Paul said, all the promises of God are Yes and Amen in Christ now. (2 Corinthians1:20) I question the wisdom of postponing the riches that are ours in Christ to the next age. Let’s take hold of them by faith now.
Death Minded
In an honest desire to honor the cross of Christ, many have majored on His death. “Christ died for your sins and you can be saved” we tell folks. And as true as that is, we have unwittingly missed a major aspect of the gospel. Christ surely did die for our sins, but if He hadn’t risen we would still be in our sins. It shocks many Christians to realize that in the preaching of the early Church, as we see in the book of Acts, there is no mention of them preaching that Christ died for their sins.4
Christ did, of course, die for our sins, but He arose to bring us to God and put us in right standing with the Father. “For I delivered to you first of all that which I also received: that Christ died for our sins according to the Scriptures, and that He was buried, and that He rose again the third day according to the Scriptures. (1 Corinthians 15:3-4)
Christ’s work was not finished when He died on the cross, but rather when He presented His blood in the heavenly sanctuary.
Hebrews 9:12
Not with the blood of goats and calves, but with His own blood He entered the Most Holy Place once for all, having obtained eternal redemption.
Jesus took the blood He shed on the cross to heaven, into the heavenly Holy of Holies, and sealed the New Covenant. This was foreshadowed in the Old Covenant when the high priest presented the blood of the sacrifice on the Day of Atonement. It was not the slaying of the sacrifice in the outer court that accomplished the atonement, but the bringing of the blood into the Holy of Holies that indicated that God has accepted the atoning sacrifice. In the same manner Jesus entered with His blood into the heavenly sanctuary to complete the work begun in the outer court – His death on the cross.
The reason this is significant for this study is that the early Church was focused on a victorious, triumphant Savior, who had overcome death and was now enthroned in heaven, with all authority in heaven and earth given to Him. We are transformed as we behold – by the Holy Spirit – the glory of the resurrected Lord.
2 Corinthians 3:18
But we all, with unveiled face, beholding as in a mirror the glory of the Lord, are being transformed into the same image from glory to glory, just as by the Spirit of the Lord.
Notice that our transformation comes as a result of our focus on the glory of the resurrected Lord, not His death. As wonderful as His sacrifice was, we are to move in our focus to the glory of His resurrection and enthroning. We are identified with Him in His enthroning.
Our Identification with Christ
Much of the doctrinal confusion in the body of Christ today comes from a lack of understanding of Paul’s revelation. The backbone of Paul’s teaching is the fact that we were participants in all that Jesus endured.

We have been identified with Christ in His Finished Work. All that He did, He did for us. His victory is our victory. His defeat of Satan is our defeat of Satan. His authority over demonic forces is ours. His freedom to come before the Father is ours as well. All of the above quoted Scriptures are divine fact. They are Realities. They are now ours. They were freely given to us in the grace of God.
But they must be possessed. Paul exhorted us to “fight the good fight of faith.” (1 Timothy 6:12) It is a good fight because Jesus has already won the decisive battle. We are enforcing His defeat of Satan and evil forces in His name. We are His representatives clothed with His presence and power. We are dressed in armor that protects us in the battle. As one translator puts it “having overcome all, stand.” Another says “having conquered all, stand.” Our destiny is victory but it doesn’t happen automatically. We must possess it by an aggressive faith.
All Things Center in Christ
The goal of the universe and the culmination of God’s purpose is to bring all things under the headship of Christ. Every knee will bow and every tongue will confess the Lordship of Christ.
Philippians 2:9-11
Therefore God also has highly exalted Him and given Him the name which is above every name, that at the name of Jesus every knee should bow, of those in heaven, and of those on earth, and of those under the earth, and that every tongue should confess that Jesus Christ is Lord, to the glory of God the Father.
We are to go forth in His name and extend His reign. He has all authority now. Of the increase of His government and peace there will be no end.
Ephesians 1:9-11 Weymouth
When He made known to us the secret of His will. And this is in harmony with God’s merciful purpose for the government of the world when the times are ripe for it--the purpose which He has cherished in His own mind of restoring the whole creation to find its one Head in Christ; yes, things in Heaven and things on earth, to find their one Head in Him.
Everything that has been created has been created by Jesus. All things were brought forth by Him.
Colossians 1:16-17
For by Him all things were created that are in heaven and that are on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or principalities or powers. All things were created through Him and for Him and He is before all things, and in Him all things consist.
It is the Father’s purpose to bring all things back under the headship of Christ. What we have sometimes failed to see is that we are an important factor in Him accomplishing this purpose. Our overcoming and taking our place enthroned with Him is necessary to fulfill all of God’s plan. Christ shall reign until all His enemies are under His feet. We are the Body of Christ. The feet are in the Body. The feet are the part of the Body that walks the earth.
Our Revelation Determines Our Personal Experience
We do not enter into experientially any more than we perceive by revelation. It is the job of the Holy Spirit to bring us into this revelation. He delights to unfold the riches that are ours in Christ. He has been given to guide us into all Truth.
1 Corinthians 2:12
Now we have received, not the spirit of the world, but the Spirit who is from God, that we might know the things that have been freely given to us by God.
All that we have in Christ has been freely given to us in grace by the Father. He delights for us to enter into His glorious provisions. The Spirit within us longs to unfold these riches to us and enable us to walk in them. In order to receive the progressive unfolding of these riches, we must hunger for more of Christ. Those who are not hungry for more of God will never see all that belongs to them. Complacency is the bane of nominal Christianity. Hunger is normal in healthy Christians at all stages of maturity.
1 Peter 1:13 Young’s Literal Translation
Wherefore having girded up the loins of your mind, being sober, hope perfectly upon the grace that is being brought to you in the revelation of Jesus Christ.
Peter informs us that we must gird up the loins of our minds. This is a metaphor meaning “to prepare yourself for a difficult task.” Then he said “be sober.” He is saying be free from the intoxicating worries of this life. We are to set our hope – our confidence – on the abundant grace of God that comes to us as Jesus is unveiled to us. It is a process of unfolding revelation.
An older generation used to talk about “head faith” as opposed to “heart faith.” It is possible to know Bible doctrines in our minds, yet not grasp them deeply enough for them to control our thinking and behavior.
The Holy Spirit must reveal things to us for them to become fruitful in our lives. We must spend time quietly meditating on the Scriptures, giving the Spirit time to unveil the deeper meaning of these Truths to us. One verse illuminated by the Holy Spirit, will do more for us than many verses committed to memory. It is good to memorize Scripture, but the inner work of the Spirit in imparting grace to us is life changing and the key to transformation. .
Christ Is Now Enthroned
The book of Acts will confirm that the early Church preached Christ rose from the dead and was enthroned at the Father’s right hand. Although they came to understand that He had died for their sins, this was not the emphasis in their preaching. Forgiveness was a side benefit of the fact that He had overcome death and defeated all Satanic powers. The gospel is more than the forgiveness of sins. God has brought forth a New Creation and given fallen men His Righteousness. He has rendered inoperative him who had the power of death – that is, the devil. We are delivered out of Satan’s authority and free from his oppression.
Christ now has all authority in heaven and on earth. That doesn’t leave any for the devil and demons. They may seek to maintain their former authority, but they are, as Moffatt translates it, “the dethroned Powers who rule this world.” (1 Corinthians 2:6 Moffatt) Or as the New Kings James version put it, “the ruler of this age who are coming to nothing.” The Church is waking up to the fact that Satan has been overthrown and it is our job to enforce his defeat. Jesus has all authority and has delegated it to us. As His joint-heirs, we are to go forth in His name and destroy the works of darkness, just as He did. “The works that I do, you shall do also…” (John 14:12)
He is now the King of kings and the Lord of lords. We are His representatives, clothed with power from on high. The traditions of man have robbed us of our high calling and allowed us to settle for a mess of traditional pottage. Jesus is Lord and we are His joint-heirs!
Beholding His Death
As mentioned earlier, we first see His death on our behalf. We see that He died for us.
Romans 4:25
Who was delivered up because of our offenses, and was raised because of our justification.
Here we see the substitutionary aspect of Christ’s sacrifice. He died for our sins and was raised for our justification. We greatly rejoice in what He did for us. May we never stop appreciating what an awesome price He paid to redeem us! He suffered in His spirit, soul and body. His suffering was beyond what anyone has ever suffered. He did it because He loved us. I remember reading an author who commented, “It wasn’t the nails that held Jesus to the cross; it was His love for us.” At any time He could have said, “They’re not worth it, Father deliver Me from this suffering.” But He freely chose to go through all that He faced. He endured the cross for the joy set before Him. (Hebrews 12:2) His joy was seeing you and I in fellowship with His Father, fulfilling the Father’s original intention for Mankind. His death secures our forgiveness and place in heaven. We greatly rejoice in this great salvation.
We See His Resurrection
As we press on in the Lord, we are glad to be forgiven, but we recognize our need for victory over sin. As we cry out to the Lord for help, we begin to see that when He was raised for our justification, we were raised, too. We begin to understand that His resurrection was the defeat, not only of the guilt of sin, but of the power of sin.
Romans 6:11
Likewise you also, reckon yourselves to be dead indeed to sin, but alive to God in Christ Jesus our Lord.
Paul challenges us to see ourselves as those who are dead to the seductive power of sin, because we are alive to God in Christ. This Scripture challenges us to believe what we may not yet be seeing: namely, that we are already dead to the power of sin. We have been raised with Christ and sin’s dominion over us is broken.
Romans 6:14
For sin shall not have dominion over you, for you are not under law but under grace.
We have come into our rich inheritance in grace. Grace is more than unmerited favor, as is sometimes described. Grace is God’s unmerited divine enablement freely given in Christ. As one has said, Grace Is God’s Riches at Christ’s Expense. Another Bible teacher defines grace as “God’s willingness to use His power and ability on our behalf even though we don’t deserve it.”5
As we learn to appropriate God’s abundant grace, we see sin’s dominion melt and disintegrate. We are enabled to rise above its downward pull. We learn to walk in the spirit and not fulfill the desires of the flesh. We begin to walk in resurrection power and bring our flesh under. Discovering who we are in Christ we find stability in our new identity. We are who God says we are! We start to walk in newness of life. (Romans 6:4)6
As George Peck comments, we discover an “inwardly recognized and exhaustless well-spring of holy, loving and spontaneous loyalty, ceaselessly bubbling up, and out-flowing through all [our] thoughts and deeds.”
We See His Enthroning
As we identify with His resurrection, we begin to take hold of our sanctification. We have been raised with Christ to live above sin. We declare and decree that sin’s dominion is broken and we will no longer submit to its enticement. Whom the Son has set free is free indeed.
Job 22:28
You will also declare a thing, and it will be established for you;
So light will shine on your ways.
We come to realize that the resurrection power of Christ in us can also quicken our mortal bodies. We recognize that healing and health are part of our inheritance. We begin to stand up against sickness and demand that it bow to the name of Jesus. His resurrection Life is stronger than all forms of death and all forms of disease. As the 103rd Psalm says, “He forgives all our iniquities and heals all our diseases.”
As the Church grows in understanding all we have in Christ, healing for the body will become more and more common. Many traditional ideas have to be challenged and overcome.
But now we come to His enthroning. He is enthroned at the Father’s right hand.
Ephesians 1: 20 NEB
This accords with the strength of his power at work in Christ, the power which he exercised in raising him from the dead and enthroning him at his right hand, in heaven, far above every principality, ruling force, power or sovereignty, or any other name that can be named, not only in this age but also in the age to come.
Jesus is enthroned far above every principality, ruling force, power or sovereignty. His name is a higher authority than all other names. Eventually, every knee will bow and every tongue confess His Lordship.
But wait! There’s more!
His resurrection was our resurrection. His enthroning was our enthroning. When all evil forces were put under His feet, they were just as much put under ours. As Christ’s joint-heirs, we inherit all that He deserves. We reign with Him.
Romans 5:17 Weymouth
For if, through the transgression of the one individual, Death made use of the one individual to seize the sovereignty, all the more shall those who receive God’s overflowing grace and gift of righteousness reign as kings in Life through the one individual, Jesus Christ.
Ecclesiastes 8:4
Where the word of a king is, there is power; and who may say to him, “What are you doing?”
Kings reign! We have been called to share the reign of Christ. We are predestined to be conformed to the image of God’s Son. He is to be the Firstborn of many brethren, many sons brought to glory.7
Now observe what Christ is expecting while he sits enthroned at the Father’s right hand.
Hebrews 10:12-13
But this Man, after He had offered one sacrifice for sins forever, sat down at the right hand of God, from that time waiting till His enemies are made His footstool.
Jesus is waiting (the King James Version translated the word waiting as expecting) for the Father – through His body – to subdue all His enemies under His feet. Father will make His enemies His footstool. It is important to note that this imagery portrays Satan as the footstool of the Body of Christ. This speaks of Satan’s absolute submission to Christ, and, therefore, to His Body.
It is true that we don’t see this manifested yet. But as we comprehend all that Christ has accomplished for us, and entreat the Holy Spirit to empower us to walk in it, we shall see the nations touched by an empowered gospel of the kingdom, accompanied by signs and wonders. Some would say we are expecting too much in this present age. I would rather be guilty of expecting too much in this age than being guilty of expecting too little.



Father, I ask that You, by Your Holy Spirit within me, would unveil to me the riches of Christ and enable me to walk in them. Open the eyes of my understanding, flooding them with Light, so that I might see and understand all that Christ has purchased for me and the Body of Christ. Thank You that I am Your child, born of Your Spirit. I have within me the Spirit of Sonship and I long to do Your will. It is my desire to be a Father-pleaser, like Son number One. By Your grace I can walk in what You say is mine. I am what You say I am. I have what You say I have, and I can do what You say I can do.

Let us observe how surely our ability to apprehend the distinctive significance of our Lord’s death, resurrection and ascension – the three epochs which especially exhibit the completeness of His finished work – will determine the progress of our conscious spiritual experience.

Chapter Two
30 Fold, 60 Fold, 100 Fold
We have discussed the wonderful victory of Christ and how He has made us partakers of this victory. Now we want to examine the process by which we enter in to its riches. When Jesus taught the Parable of the Sower, He indicated that understanding this Parable was fundamental in comprehending the Kingdom.
Mark 4:11, 13
And He said to them, ‘To you it has been given to know the mystery of the kingdom of God; but to those who are outside, all things come in parables,
And He said to them, ‘Do you not understand this parable? How then will you understand all the parables?’
Jesus indicated that understanding this Parable is the key to understanding all the Parables. He goes on to say, “The Sower sows the Word.” He then explains how Satan attempts to steal the Word that the Sower sows before it can bear fruit.9 Jesus describes four different types of soil and how these soils determine the effectiveness or ineffectiveness of the Word sown.
But notice what He says about the good ground:
Mark 4:20
But these are the ones sown on good ground, those who hear the word, accept it, and bear fruit: some thirtyfold, some sixty, and some a hundred.
Notice that the good ground brings forth some thirty, some sixty, and some a hundred fold. It is of great importance that we grasp this concept. First, let me say that if you are Born Again, you are good ground. The Word was not stolen out of your heart but you took hold of it and it produced a New Creation. The creative power inherent in the Word produced the New Birth.
While we can learn from observing the other types of ground the methodology by which Satan attempts to steal the Word, we must recognize that we are good ground.
The next point I want us to notice is that the Word brings forth in a progressive way. Our grasp of the Word is first a thirtyfold grasp and then we gain a sixtyfold understanding. And as we press on to know the Lord we move into a hundredfold comprehension of the Word. It is important to also note that the good ground is the heart, not the head. So often, we give a mental assent to Truth, not a living faith in the Truth.
An intellectual grasp of Truth will not change the way we live. Our mind does have an important place in the Christian life. It is certainly valuable to understand Truth. Truth in the mind is good, but it does not empower us to live in the reality of what we understand. We must have the Holy Spirit reveal Truth if we are going to walk in the reality of spiritual things. The Spirit’s unveiling turns intellectual understanding into living faith.
Three Dimensions
Truth unfolds in three dimensions. In the Parable, it unfolds thirty, sixty and a hundredfold. This three-fold unfolding is maintained in many places in Scripture.
When John describes the life of abiding in Christ, He says we will bear fruit, then after the cleansing of the Word, we bear more fruit. And as we press on we bear much fruit. Fruit, more fruit, much fruit. (See John 15)
When John exhorts the believers he speaks to little children, young men and fathers. Again we see a three-fold unfolding of spiritual growth. In the Tabernacle of Moses we find the outer court, the Holy Place and the Holy of Holies. In the annual feasts of Israel there is a three-fold progression: Passover, Pentecost, Tabernacles. God’s Word is milk, bread and meat. Israel’s progress was also three-fold: Out of Egypt, through the wilderness, into the Promised Land. 30 fold, 60 fold, 100 fold.
In our spiritual growth we first see Christ for us. Then we see ourselves with and in Christ. And as we press on with the Lord we come to appreciate Christ in us. Paul said it was his goal to present every man perfect in Christ.
Colossians 1:28
Him we preach, warning every man and teaching every man in all wisdom, that we may present every man perfect in Christ Jesus.
In the previous verse Paul presents the other side of the fullness of God’s intention for us.
Colossians 1:27
To them God willed to make known what are the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles: which is Christ in you, the hope of glory.
As we grow up in Christ, His indwelling presence becomes more and more real to us and we learn to yield to the Greater One that dwells within. We are destined to partake of His glory in ever increasing ways.
A Different Paradigm
One of the challenges in the Church is we often mistake accumulated knowledge for spiritual maturity. For example, while many are looking for some new Truth that will solve the problems in their lives, our Father might be seeking to bring a sixtyfold or hundredfold revelation of something we have known for years. For example, Jesus as Savior. We know that our Savior forgave us and the guilt of sin has been removed. But do we know that He saves us from the power of sin and well as the guilt of sin?
Then as we press on in Christ we see that we are truly delivered out of the authority of darkness. We stop petitioning God to save us from our enemies, but rather we realize that we are partakers of His throne, and we command the dark forces in His name. As joint heirs with Him we are authorized to destroy the works of the enemy.
We need not seek a broader understanding as much as a deeper understanding of what we already know. It is certainly valuable to study the Word and learn more and more in an intellectual grasp of what the Word teaches. But spiritual men and women have learned to meditate in the Scriptures and invite the Holy Spirit to bring a deepening ability to apply the Word to their lives practically. Meditation is a key to growing in wisdom. (See Joshua 1:8 and Psalm 1.)
An important passage in this study is Ephesians 2:5-7.
Ephesians 2:5-7 NEB
But God, rich in mercy, for the great love he bore us, brought us to life with Christ even when we were dead in our sins; it is by his grace you are saved. And in union with Christ Jesus he raised us up and enthroned us with him in the heavenly realms, so that he might display in the ages to come how immense are the resources of his grace, and how great his kindness to us in Christ Jesus.
Notice the three-fold unfolding: brought us to life, raised us up and enthroned us in our union with Christ. Only the Holy Spirit can make these things real in our life. These Truths are capable of ever broadening and deepening revelation.
Gradual Unfolding of His Finished Work
Our Lord has done a perfect work for us. As Derek Prince commented, “Perfect in every aspect; perfect in every respect.” We are blessed with every spiritual blessing in Christ. (Ephesians 1:3) We have already been given all things that pertain to life and godliness. (2 Peter 1:3) We are rich in Christ. The difficulty can be that we know these things intellectually and mistakenly feel we already know them so we look for a new Truth that will meet our needs. Unless the Holy Spirit quickens these Truths to us, they remain powerless in our lives. I know I’m being repetitive, but it takes time for these ideas to sink in.
One way of dealing with these realities is to call them “positional truth.” Positional truth suggests that these Redemptive Truths happened outside of us and are our “legal” standing, not an internal reality. By designating them in this way, they are robbed of their present tense reality. These teachers then teach about our “condition.” Our “condition” is how we really are. They put these great Truths of our Redemption off into some other realm and suggest that maybe someday they will be meaningful to us. But for now, they are “positional.” Paul, I suspect, didn’t know about “positional” Truth. I think what he knew was Divine Reality. Our position is our possession, now, regardless of our present perception. Paul was describing unseen spiritual reality. He probably wouldn’t appreciate theologians robbing the Word of its reality by putting these Truths into some other realm. I realize this language is used to try to explain differing aspects in Paul’s teachings, but I’m not sure this approach is helpful.
Paul’s Prayer
He wanted us to believe that these things were true now for us. He prayed that the Holy Spirit would make them real in our daily life and empower us to walk in them now.
Ephesians 1:17-20
[I pray] that the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give to you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Him, the eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that you may know what is the hope of His calling, what are the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints, and what is the exceeding greatness of His power toward us who believe, according to the working of His mighty power which He worked in Christ when He raised Him from the dead and seated Him at His right hand in the heavenly places.
Paul prays that we would have a spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of the Father. The word translated knowledge is a strengthened form of the usual word for knowledge. Thayer’s Lexicon suggests the translation precise and accurate knowledge. It speaks of becoming intimate with the Truth and thereby intimate with our Father. Our Father’s love is shown by what He has done for us in His Son. He wants us to know the hope of our calling. He wants us to grasp the riches of the glory of His inheritance in us, His saints. And He wants us to enter into the exceeding greatness of His power which He demonstrated when He raised Christ (and us) from the dead.
Three Levels of Understanding
At the thirty fold level of understanding, we feed on the milk of the Word.
1 Peter 2:2-3
As newborn babes, desire the pure milk of the word that you may grow thereby, if indeed you have tasted that the Lord is gracious.
As babes we see His death for us and we enjoy forgiveness and deliverance from the guilt of sin. We desire to overcome the world and its influence. Young believers often want more power in their lives. They see themselves as “forgiven sinners.”
As they move on, they start to feed on the bread of the Word. In Luke 4:4 Jesus reiterates this saying, “It is written, ‘Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word of God.’”
As we press on in Christ, the Word becomes for us bread. It is the same Word, but it has more substance as we partake of it. At this stage of growth, we want freedom from the power of sin. We long for personal victory.
1 John 2:14
I have written to you, young men, because you are strong, and the word of God abides in you, and you have overcome the wicked one.
As we apprehend the sixty fold understanding of the Word we grow strong in the Lord and in the power of His might. God’s Word has now become a source of ongoing strength and we are defeating the enemy in our daily conflict. We seek and take hold of the sanctifying power of the Word and the Spirit. We now walk in the spirit and no longer fulfill the desires of the flesh. When we fall, we get up quickly and don’t allow condemnation to keep us in self-pity. We waste no time wallowing, but reach out to receive the forgiveness Father offers us. (1 John1:9) At this stage of growth we realize the enemy we must deal with is no longer the world, but our own carnal mind. We begin to appreciate Paul’s counsel in
2 Corinthians 10:3-5:
2 Corinthians 10:3-5
For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war according to the flesh. For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal but mighty in God for pulling down strongholds, casting down arguments and every high thing that exalts itself against the knowledge of God, bringing every thought into captivity to the obedience of Christ.
In the context, Paul is talking about his interactions with unbelievers and the power of the gospel to destroy their arguments. The believer in the sixty-fold stage of growth starts to use his weapons of warfare to conquer his own mind, and make it a captive of Christ. As someone has wisely said, the first nation we need to take the gospel to is the imagination!
Paul describes the mindset of the hundred-fold believer in his letter to the Philippians.
Philippians 3:12-14
Not that I have already attained, or am already perfected; but I press on, that I may lay hold of that for which Christ Jesus has also laid hold of me. Brethren, I do not count myself to have apprehended; but one thing I do, forgetting those things which are behind and reaching forward to those things which are ahead, I press toward the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus.
There is an upward call of God to bring us into all that Christ has purchased for us. The resurrection power of the Holy Spirit seeks to raise us up into the fullness of our place in Christ, enthroned with Him in the heavenly places. Sharing His throne, we share His authority. As we learn to rest in His Finished Work, we effortlessly exercise the authority of Christ as we discern what Father is doing and what Father is saying. We partner with Him in the manifestation of dominion. As our understanding grows, we dare to believe that the Father loves us even as He loves Jesus. We enter into the Reality of sonship.
At this stage of growth our focus in on the extending of the Kingdom of God and not on our own kingdom. As George Peck put it, “The power for which they now thirst is not for world-conquest, or self-conquest, as commonly understood, but for successful endurance and achievement in the face of Satan’s endeavors to defeat God’s glory through them.”
New Levels of Warfare
At each stage of developing maturity, new levels of demonic strategies are faced. In our early experience the Devil seeks to draw us back to the world. As we mature, the Devil seeks to keep us self focused. We have a war with the carnal mind to bring it into subjection to the Word of God. As our minds are renewed, we discern more and more the will of God. (Romans 12:2) We seek and discover the sanctifying power of grace. We come to the end of self effort and acknowledge that only the Lord can give us victory. And He does!
As we enter into throne life, we encounter the more subtle seductions of the enemy. The seducing power of spiritual pride will seek to envelope us. Satan will whisper in our ears, how great we are and how much we are admired. We will be tempted to substitute the approval of men for the approval of God. But as we hide ourselves in Him, we defeat the subtleties of the wicked one.
Because Satan so fears our entering into this realm of authority his attacks will become more and more vicious. Every area of our lives will come under attack. Family, finances, health and relationships will all be challenged. George Peck states that we find “New revelation of and vivid consciousness of the power of God to endure and sustain, on the one hand, and on the other of the reality of the warfare to be waged. For now they [the believer entering throne life] realize as never before how they are pitted face to face against principalities and powers.”
Jesus encouraged us to count the cost. To possess the authority of the throne, we must be ready to face the adversary and overcome him. We are equipped to do so, but it is still a battle. Others, like Peck, have walked this way before us and can help us to lay hold of Christ’s victory. Through faith and patience we inherit the promises.



Father, Your grace is sufficient for me. Your power is brought to its full expression in my weakness. Let the weak say, ‘I am strong!’ I say I am strong - strong in the Lord and in the power of His might. I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me. I receive Your unmerited divine enablement. Having overcome all, I will stand. The armor You have provided is sufficient to effectively resist the devil and his forces. I resist the devil and he flees from me. I am in Christ and Christ is in me. You, Father, constantly lead me in triumph in Christ. By Your grace I can and will prevail.



The Christian shares in spirit his Redeemer’s Throne. His life as a Christian is the life of the Throne. With his Lord he was quickened; together with Him he was raised up; and with Him he was made to sit in heavenly places. These are sublimities rarely dreamed of by those who bear the name Christian, and yet they are within the grasp of faith – the inheritance of all.
F.J. Huegel10
Victory is the Christian’s right, as truly his as the air he breathes. However, he must understand the conditions. He must see himself enthroned with Christ. He must see himself according to God’s own Holy Word, as crucified with Christ, dead, buried, raised and made to sit in heavenly places with his Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.

To know that Satan is defeated by our Substitute, and that his defeat is eternal, makes our redemption a blessed reality. To know that that defeat was administered to him by our Substitute, and set to our credit, so that in the records of the supreme court of the universe we are master of Satan, and that Satan recognizes that in the Name of Jesus we are his rulers – when the heart knows this as the body knows heat and cold, then faith is unnecessary.

Chapter Three
The Vision of Throne Life
In the last chapter we saw how these Truths of our Redemption unfold gradually in our lives. We do not comprehend them all at once. We must first see them intellectually and then we grasp them spiritually.
When I first heard the Parable of the Sower unfolded in the way I suggested in the last chapter, it exploded in my heart with fresh revelation! I realized I had been thinking that God was sending my trials. I was not seeing what Jesus said about the source of my trials. My Father was trying to get His Truth to me and Satan was stealing it. After I heard the teaching, I began to recognize the true source of my trials and resist the devil. The Word then began to work in me the way God intended it to.
God’s Word unveils the wisdom of heaven. The Holy Spirit has been given to us so that we might know the things freely given to us by God. Notice how Paul describes this glorious provision:
1 Corinthians 2:7-10
But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, the hidden wisdom which God ordained before the ages for our glory, which none of the rulers of this age knew; for had they known, they would not have crucified the Lord of glory.
But as it is written: ‘Eye has not seen, nor ear heard, nor have entered into the heart of man the things which God has prepared for those who love Him.’ But God has revealed them to us through His Spirit. For the Spirit searches all things, yes, the deep things of God.
This hidden wisdom has been hidden not from us, but for us. It was hidden so it could be revealed to us for our glory! The Holy Spirit has been given to us to accomplish the task of continually unveiling these riches to us. He delights to bring us into these heavenly Realities. The Father has given Him to us so we can know the riches freely given to us by our God.
The Need of Spiritual Sight
We cannot walk in what we do not know. This is why Paul’s cry for the Ephesian church was that Father would give them a “spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Him.” The next verse in the Amplified Bibles says, “Having the eyes of your heart flooded with light so that you can know…” (Ephesians 1:17, 18)
Paul tells the Corinthians that in Christ the veil that covered the Jews when they read the Scriptures is removed. As the New Covenant believer reads the Word. ”We all, with unveiled face, beholding as in a mirror the glory of the Lord, are being transformed into the same image from glory to glory, just as by the Spirit of the Lord.” (2 Corinthians 3:18)
As we gaze into the Word with the help of the Holy Spirit, we see the glory of the Lord revealed. This unveiling of the glory of the resurrected and enthroned Christ works in us with transforming power. Our participation in the glory of God is increased and enlarged.
Our Enthroning with Him
As we come to appreciate the total victory of His resurrection, we realize the utter defeat of the kingdom of darkness. Paul describes it in Ephesians one:
Ephesians 1:20-22
[The exceeding great power] Which He worked in Christ when He raised Him from the dead and seated Him at His right hand in the heavenly places, far above all principality and power and might and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this age but also in that which is to come, and He put all things under His feet, and gave Him to be head over all things to the church.
Jesus was raised far above all principality and power, might and dominion. He was given all authority in heaven and on earth. While I realize that His coming will bring much change in the earth, The Church is slowly coming to appreciate that He has all authority in the earth now! Every manifestation of evil powers is an exercise of illegitimate authority. Jesus has put to an open shame all principalities and powers. (Colossians 2:15) They have no right to reign on earth at all. The Body of Christ does have authority and many are beginning to take hold of it!
Paul proceeds in the book of Ephesians to show the relationship between what happened to Christ in His resurrection and what happened to us.
Ephesians 2:5-6
Even when we were dead in trespasses, made us alive together with Christ (by grace you have been saved), and raised us up together, and made us sit together in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus…
Notice how Kleist and Lilly translate the sixth verse:
Together with Christ Jesus and in Him, he raised us up and enthroned us in the heavenly realm.
Father enthroned us together with Christ. When He raised Christ, He raised us as well. We can only receive and understand these Realities by faith; our minds cannot figure them out logically. But our recreated human spirits can take hold of them and embrace them! Think of these things as Divine Facts.
Every Blessing is Ours, Now!
Our Father has already given us everything we need for life and godliness. It is all in Christ waiting for us to see it and to hold take of it. We must first believe that it is real and belongs to us. Then we will dare to expect it to be manifested in our lives.
Ephesians 1:3
Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places in Christ.
The famous preacher, Charles Spurgeon, said that God has filled our bank account with tremendous riches but we must learn to write checks and make withdrawals. This is a great illustration of our redemption. Christ has accomplished a perfect work for us. The Holy Spirit is unfolding a perfect work in us. Christ’s work is fully accomplished. The Holy Spirit’s work is progressive. As we keep our eyes on Jesus and His Finished Work, the Spirit unfolds in us the treasure in our earthen vessels. All the glory is His, but the benefits are ours!
The Reality of Our Union with Christ
The Holy Spirit has been given to us to show us the reality of our union with Christ. The things of the Spirit can be obscure to us, but He has come to witness to our spirits that these things are true and real.
John 14:16, 20
And I will pray the Father, and He will give you another Helper, that He may abide with you forever —
At that day you will know that I am in My Father, and you in Me, and I in you.
Paul likens our union with the resurrected Christ to a marriage. In Romans seven he explains:
Romans 7:4
Therefore, my brethren, you also have become dead to the law through the body of Christ, that you may be married to another — to Him who was raised from the dead, that we should bear fruit to God.
No longer under an outward standard in order to bring forth fruit, we trust in our union with Christ to produce Christ-like living. We are married in spirit to the resurrected Christ. Out of that union we bring forth fruit.
1 Corinthians 6:17
But he who is joined to the Lord is one spirit with Him.
What an amazing Truth! Our human spirit is joined to the Lord and we are now one spirit with Him. He is perfect righteousness, perfect holiness, perfect redemption, and perfect wisdom. And He is in me! As I sense my need of any of these things I can lean into Him and draw from His indwelling presence. I am rich in Christ. The apostle Paul, describing how he wanted to be found by the Father at the end of his life, said
Philippians 3:9
And be found in Him, not having my own righteousness, which is from the law, but that which is through faith in Christ, the righteousness which is from God by faith…
Clearly, Paul was leaning on the righteousness of Christ and desired no other righteousness. Paul saw himself as a tree of righteousness, the planting of the Lord, that He might be glorified. (Isaiah 61:3b) Paul challenged us to allow the grace of righteousness to bring forth in us the fruit of holiness. (Romans 6:19-22)



Father, I ask You to give me a spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of You. Flood the eyes of my understanding with Light that I might know the fullness of the hope to which You have called me. Let the power by which you raised Christ from the dead be at work in me and cause me to walk in Newness of Life. Father, unveil to me the reality of the New Creation and the knowledge of who I am in Christ. Holy Spirit I invite You to be my Teacher and guide me into all Truth. Show me the things freely given to me by my Father. Reveal the abundance of grace and the gift of righteousness to my inner man. Enable me to walk in these Truths and make them a part of my daily life. I want my life to count for You and the Kingdom. Thank You, Father, for Your abundant grace.



Not that I have already attained, or am already perfected; but I press on, that I may lay hold of that for which Christ Jesus has also laid hold of me.
Philippians 3:12
The Father is honored by our hearty and grateful acceptance of His gift. We can do Him no greater honor than by simply taking our place with Jesus in the power of His ascension and, in spirit, sharing His throne.

All the demonstration of the glory of God, shown in the manifestation of His omnipotence, pointed manward. The cross of Christ, with what is revealed of obedience to God, of atonement for sin, of crushing defeat of the foes of divine authority, shows us a representative Man overcoming for mankind and preparing, through His own incumbency, a throne and a heavenly ministry for those who should overcome through Him.

You must always keep in mind that we were raised together with Him, and He made us to sit with Him in the heavenlies; so representatively, we are seated on the throne with Christ. He is the Head of the body. We are members of that body. So if the Head is exalted, the body is exalted with it. If He has been given all authority, that authority belongs to the Church, His body. It is for the benefit of the Church.
If He conquered all the forces of darkness and left them paralyzed and broken before He arose from the dead, it is as though we had accomplished that mighty work. It is all reckoned to us, set to our credit.

Chapter Four
The Cry!
As the Spirit of the Father unveils to us our high calling, it creates within us a cry for a greater participation in these Realities. A divinely imparted longing arises in us and we hunger to walk and live in all that Father has provided in Christ. As we taste the Realities of Christ’s Finished Work, we cease our striving and begin to rest in Him. Our hearts are satisfied with His perfect Righteousness which we have embraced. We believe that our sins and lawless deeds are no longer remembered in the presence of God. (Hebrews10:17)
We Hunger for Intimacy with the Father
Because Father has created this desire within us, it is His delight to fulfill it. As was mentioned, He has given us the Holy Spirit to show us the things He freely gives. (1 Corinthians 2:12) As we acknowledge His indwelling presence, He unfolds the Scriptures to us and we see Christ in His fullness. As we meditate on these Truths they unfold within our hearts and we are gripped by the Realities of God’s grace. His goodness claims our heart’s loyalty and we cannot help but deepen our surrender to Him.
As we see the magnitude of God’s grace we are taken captive by a desire to know intimately this One who calls us to Himself. The Father beckons us in Christ to come into fellowship with Him. We see that He has made every provision for us to come. The Righteousness that He has provided meets the need of our humanity perfectly. He entreats us to come boldly to the throne of grace and obtain mercy and find grace to help in time of need.
This offer of freedom in the presence of the Father is graphically portrayed by Eugene Peterson in the Message.
Matthew 11:27-28 The Message
Jesus resumed talking to the people, but now tenderly. ‘The Father has given me all these things to do and say. This is a unique Father-Son operation, coming out of Father and Son intimacies and knowledge. No one knows the Son the way the Father does, nor the Father the way the Son does. But I’m not keeping it to myself; I’m ready to go over it line by line with anyone willing to listen.
‘Are you tired? Worn out? Burned out on religion? Come to me. Get away with me and you’ll recover your life. I’ll show you how to take a real rest. Walk with me and work with me — watch how I do it. Learn the unforced rhythms of grace. I won’t lay anything heavy or ill-fitting on you. Keep company with me and you’ll learn to live freely and lightly.’
Burned out on religion? Tired of trying to please God by being good enough? Are you ready to learn the unforced rhythms of grace? Jesus promises us rest. He says He will teach us to know His Father and will go over it line by line till we get it.
When Peter was describing the resurrection of Christ he quoted Psalm 16.
Psalms 16:11
You will show me the path of life; In Your presence is fullness of joy; at Your right hand are pleasures forevermore.
The Father did not leave the soul of Jesus in Hades but brought Him back into His presence. Father showed Jesus the path of Life, that is, the way back into the presence of God. In His presence or, literally, before His face, there is fullness of joy. Jesus opened up a new and living way back into the presence of God for us. As the Forerunner He led the way for all humanity back to their lost fellowship with the Father.
When the Holy Spirit quotes this Psalm through Peter on the Day of Pentecost, He changes it just a little.
Acts 2:27-28
For You will not leave my soul in Hades, nor will You allow Your Holy One to see corruption. You have made known to me the ways of life; You will make me full of joy in Your presence.
You will make me full of joy in Your presence. Jesus says that it is the Father that will make Him full of joy in His presence. We share this destiny with Him. Our Father will make us full of joy in His presence as well. As we grasp in faith the Reality of Christ’s Finished Work on our behalf, we enter into the rest that Jesus is now enjoying.
The blood of Christ continually cleanses us from all sin. Our sins and lawless deeds God is remembering no more. We are accepted in the Beloved. There is no condemnation in Christ. By God’s doing we are in Christ, who has become our Righteousness.
We Begin to Grasp the Finished Work of Christ
The Holy Spirit working within us takes the things of Jesus and reveal them to us. His death for us as our Substitute brings us experientially into forgiveness. When the Holy Spirit reveals our identification with Him in His death, burial and resurrection this brings us into the New Creation and Righteousness. Ultimately, as we behold our enthroning with him this releases us to participate in His dominion. We begin to reign consistently in Life over sin, sickness and Satan through Christ Jesus.
As the reality of being joint heirs with Him is unveiled to our spirits we realize the amazing love our God has for us. This revelation is an overwhelming, life-changing thing. We realize the Father-heart of God. All that He did, He did for us. The eyes of our hearts begin to move into the full, precise knowledge of our Father God.
As our revelation grows, the resurrection Life of the Son of God is released to work in us to bring us into His image. We stop focusing on our weaknesses and failure and come to appreciate that we are predestined to be conformed to Him. Our Father God has begun a good work in us and will perfect it until the day of Christ. It is all of grace.
He assures us that old things have really passed away and we may take authority over the subtle attacks of the enemy. Satan tells us we are not really much different than were before we were Born Again. We, however, are free to refuse to fall for his cleverly disguised seductions. Satan tells us Adam’s influence is still alive and well in us but we refuse to give place to his accusations. Old things have passed away – All things have become new. And all these things - New Creation things - are of God. Amazing Grace!
An Emerging Militancy
We begin to take hold of the fact that Father isn’t seeing us ”through the blood,” as many teach. The blood no longer “covers” us as in the Old Covenant. The Blood cleanses and removes our sins and the Father sees us as we really are – New Creations in Christ. “Their sins and lawless deeds, I will remember no more.” (Hebrews 10:17)
What Jesus did in defeating and putting to an open shame the devil and demon forces begins to dawn on us and we realize that we have authority over these wicked forces. A new militancy rises up in us and we have a holy anger – the violence of the Kingdom - at the enemy who has in the past brought us condemnation and ‘shamed’ us into sinning. We rebuke him boldly in Jesus’ name and believe he will flee from us. (James 4:7)
A Personal Note
About a year after I came to know the Lord, I found myself struggling with old temptations that I hadn’t wrestled with since receiving the Lord. Fear hit me and I began to think I wouldn’t be able to resist the enemy.
Fear, of course, opens the door to the devil and I was soon failing regularly. I despaired of ever being able to live the Christian life and told the Lord I was quitting Christianity. As I prayed, I had a vision of a book that someone had tried to give me. It was titled The Authority of the Believer.16
I read the book and began to stand against the temptations of the enemy. I found that as I rebuked the enemy the power of the temptation was broken. I still experienced some falls, but now I knew how to get victory. It changed my life. I stopped being a passive “victim,” and began to “fight the good fight of faith.”
We Honor the Indwelling Holy Spirit
Every believer knows he has the Holy Spirit living in him. But how real is that to the average believer? It is easy to live as though God were a million miles away and yet say we believe He is in us!
As we progress in our understanding we see with a more vivid sense of reality that the Holy Spirit is really living in us. He grants us a fresh revelation of His indwelling. We realize that many times we have walked and lived as though He was not really in us. This unveiling of our unbelief often brings a new brokenness to us. The reality of His presence within us now has more meaning that any time previously. Humbled by this new appreciation we begin to honor His indwelling presence. We embrace with the appropriate awe that God Himself – in the Person of the Holy Spirit – is now living in us.
When Jesus came to earth He humbled Himself and laid aside His divine privileges. But when the Holy Spirit came into us, He came in with the fullness of His divine glory. Greater is He that is in us than he that is in the world!
The Holy Spirit convicts of sin. But the one sin mentioned in the passage that discusses this idea is not what most people think. Notice what sin is discussed in the passage.
John 16:9
…of sin, because they do not believe in Me.
This passage is speaking primarily about the lost. But notice that the primary sin that the Holy Spirit convicts of is unbelief. The great sin of the Church – as well as of the lost - is not the sins of the flesh as wicked as they are, but not believing in Jesus and all He has done for us.
Paul tells us that which is not faith is sin. (Romans 14:23) Hebrews tells us to “beware lest there be in any of you an evil heart of unbelief.” (Hebrews 3:12) Our unbelief unintentionally robs God of the glory He deserves to see in our lives.
Taking Authority
Passivity is a great plague in the Church. In the name of submitting to God’s “sovereignty,” many are allowing the devil and evil forces to run over them. Paul instructs us to open our mouths and release the spirit of faith.
2 Corinthians 4:13
And since we have the same spirit of faith, according to what is written, ‘I believed and therefore I spoke,’ we also believe and therefore speak.
The Holy Spirit within us desires to function as the spirit of faith, anointing our words to release throne authority through our lips. As we wait on the Lord and get His mind about our concerns, we align ourselves with Him and decree what we see He wants to happen in our circumstances.
Job 22:28 NAS
You will also decree a thing, and it will be established for you; and light will shine on your ways.
Like the rod in the hand of Moses, our anointed words release God’s authority. When Moses found himself at the Red Sea with Pharaoh close behind, at first Moses prayed. But God rebuked him.
Exodus 14:15-16
And the Lord said to Moses, ‘Why do you cry to Me? Tell the children of Israel to go forward. But lift up your rod, and stretch out your hand over the sea and divide it. And the children of Israel shall go on dry ground through the midst of the sea.’
Prayer is certainly an important part of the Christian life. But at times Father would have us partner with Him and release His authority. Our “rod” is the Name of Jesus. We partner with Him in the outworking of His will and purpose in the earth. The name of Jesus on our lips becomes the rod of God’s delegated authority. We join our Master in destroying the works of the devil.
We Cease from Our Own Works
As the wonder of His Grace dawns on us, we realize that it is all of Grace and not of ourselves. We can do nothing to earn any of it. The overwhelming peace of heaven grips us and we overflow with thanksgiving. A deep rest and peace enters our spirits and all striving ceases.
Our Father is greater than all! He loves us even as He loves the Lord Jesus. We are highly favored in the Beloved One. We come into His presence and feel His welcome. We were created for this fellowship with Him. As we submit to His Righteousness and stop trying to produce our own Righteousness (see Romans 10:3) we enter into His peace and His joy. Truly, the kingdom of God – His reign - is righteousness, peace and joy in the Holy Spirit.



Father, I thank You that You have given me the Holy Spirit to live in me. By the indwelling Spirit and the Name of Jesus on my lips, I can take authority over the enemy and effectively resist him. I can speak to mountains and they will obey me. I have authority through my union with Christ. I am enthroned with Him in heavenly places. By the abundance of grace and the gift of Righteousness I reign as a king in Life through Christ Jesus. Thank You, Father for my great redemption.



We have listened to the voice of the enemy. We did not realize it was the enemy speaking. It seemed to be conscience condemning us for our lack of love, our innumerable imperfections. But in reality it was the enemy seeking to get us down by accusing us… We thought we were being more Christian by striving more, praying more, reading our Bible more, confessing our sins more. But it brought no relief….

Bitterly they resent and resist [the believer’s] entrance into their domain, and his interference with their workings. Implacable and malignant, they concentrate their hatred against him in an intense warfare, in which there is no discharge. If attacks against his spirit are successfully resisted, assaults may come in mind, or body, or family, or circumstances.
J.A. MacMillan18
The fiercest demoniacal attacks, backed by the most cunning subtlety, are kept in reserve by Satan for the most spiritually minded.
George Peck19
Many think ‘victory’ means getting your circumstances put right. No! Victory is within – when in the midst of your circumstances the Spirit of God can so energize you and strengthen you in spirit, that you can stand quiet in the thick of it all, and say, ‘God is God’ and know that your are held by Him.
Jessie Penn-Lewis20
As the hosts of hell come against you, you gather up your entire moral, mental, and spiritual energy, and in the Name of Christ you throw yourself against them. You are a part of that Name… so your victory must be complete. You are identified with Christ in all He is, was, or will be. Your enemy may be stubborn and resist you, but your will is set - you are going to win, and you literally charge on the enemy in that all-conquering Name. The enemy may stand for a time, but he must yield.

Chapter Five
The War over Throne Life
This realm of shared authority, as you might suppose, is highly contested. Many in the Church are anxiously waiting for the Lord’s return. What if Jesus is waiting for us to reach the multitudes He died for before He returns? The great commission must be fulfilled. The gospel of the Kingdom must be preached to all nations – all ethnic groups.
The gospel of the Kingdom is not a persuasive, intellectual presentation of convincing facts. It is a demonstration of the power of the resurrection. The early Church demonstrated the power of the resurrection by healing the sick and casting out demons. They used meeting the practical needs of those around them as the “open door” for empowered Kingdom ministry.
The Glory of the Lord
The apostle Paul described the Church that Jesus would present to Himself when He returned.
Ephesians 5:25-27
Just as Christ also loved the church and gave Himself for her, that He might sanctify and cleanse her with the washing of water by the word, that He might present her to Himself a glorious church, not having spot or wrinkle or any such thing, but that she should be holy and without blemish.
A glorious Church! A Church filled with glory! A Church without spot, wrinkle, holy and without blemish. God intends to fill His Church with glory and then return and present it to Himself. When Jesus was talking with His disciples on the road to Emmaus, He said them, “Ought not the Christ to have suffered these things and to enter into His glory?” His resurrection and enthronement are described as entering into His glory. Is it possible that the Lord intends us to also enter into His glory at His right hand and manifest that glorious authority in the earth to bring in the final harvest? Through spiritual authority in intercession and demonstration of power in mighty works we can manifest His glory in the earth. Paul adds to this picture in Colossians.
Colossians 1:27
To them [the Gentiles – us!] God willed to make known what are the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles: which is Christ in you [Greek is plural – corporate] the hope of glory.
Christ in all His fullness is to be revealed in us. We are destined to enter in to the glory of Christ. His authority and dominion boldly exercised through His Body will bring glory to His name.
As we use the name of Jesus in good works of faith, Jesus’ name is glorified.
2 Thessalonians 1:11-12 NAS
To this end also we pray for you always, that our God will count you worthy of your calling, and fulfill every desire for goodness and the work of faith with power, so that the name of our Lord Jesus will be glorified in you, and you in Him, according to the grace of our God and the Lord Jesus Christ.
Every desire for goodness and the work of faith with power!? To the end that the Lord is glorified in us and we are glorified in Him!? This is our earthly destiny. Enthroned with Him we use Kingdom authority to undo the works of darkness. Whatever we bind on earth is bound in heaven, whatever we loose on earth is loosed in heaven. Come, Kingdom of God, be done, will of God! In earth as it is in heaven.
The Warfare
Our high calling will not go unchallenged as the quotes opening this chapter make plain. Satan greatly fears an empowered Church. While the Church passively accepts what they think is God’s sovereign orchestration, Satan laughs at our ignorance. He continues to plunder and rob the saints of their inheritance.
But when our eyes are opened and we begin to see our authority in Christ, Satan heightens the assault against us. He fears we will enter into our rightful place of dominion.
In the words of F.J. Huegel:
The only place of safety is the occupation of the seat [throne] itself. If the believer abides steadfastly by faith in this location he cannot be touched. Consequently the enemy put forth his ‘wiles’ to draw him down in spirit, for once, out of his seat, his authority is gone, and he is no longer dangerous, and, further, he is open to attacks.22
Huegel further comments:
There is no position occupied by the Christian which so enrages Satan and his hosts as that of the Enthroned Life. To counteract the effect of the believer taking such a position, the devil will mobilize ten thousand demons and declare war… this life of union with the reigning Lord brings with it an equipment of divine authority which the rulers of the darkness of this world cannot stand. To the enthroned Christian power is given over all the power of the enemy; he speaks and mountains of satanic oppression are cast into the sea.23
Though the warfare may be intense, we are equipped to overcome. The armor we have been given is especially designed to give us victory in this warfare. Notice this striking translation from J.W.C. Wand.
Ephesians 6:11
Arm yourselves with the full equipment that God has provided to enable His soldiers to hold their own against the tactics of the devil.
You can hold your own against the attacks of the enemy. As Paul exhorted Timothy, “You therefore must endure hardship as a good soldier of Jesus Christ.” We learn to steadfastly endure in warfare as we contend for our full authority in Christ.24
Our traditions have suggested that difficulties in our lives are the Lord’s “dealings” with us, specially designed by Him to bring us to the end of ourselves. I would like to suggest an alternative view: the more light we have on our destined authority, the more hostility we draw from the enemy. What traditions have called the “dealings” of God, are in fact the enemy’s attempt to keep us from possessing our inheritance.
A Dark Night?
There is a teaching that emerged in the Middle Ages that is being taught by some today. It explained periods of feeling as though God had withdrawn His presence as “The Dark Night of the Soul.” What if these periods were nothing more than an increase in demonic oppression? What if they came, not so God could teach us, but so we could learn to live by faith and not by how we feel? What if their lesson was, “resist the devil, and he will flee from you?” Paul, when describing our warfare against principalities and powers, tells us, “having done all to stand, stand therefore!”
Death to Self?
Some ask why I don’t spend more time talking about putting to death the flesh. My experience is that if we seek to enter into Throne Life we will encounter enough spiritual warfare that we will learn to put no confidence in the flesh and we will see clearly our need of God’s grace.
In the early days of my walk with the Lord, I was taught the need to “die to self.” As I sought to follow the teaching, I saw so many areas of my life that obviously weren’t “dead.”
So in all sincerity I sought a greater death to my flesh and my “old man.” The result was a completely impotent type of Christianity. One of the unfortunate side effects of this teaching is it keeps us focused on ourselves. “Am I dead yet?” “Have I mortified the flesh sufficiently?” In a sincere effort to get rid of “self,” I became totally obsessed with “self!”
When I discovered the grace of God and what He has already done for me in Christ, I began to get deliverance from my obsession with “self” and attempting to “die out.” As I changed my focus to what Christ had done for me and the sufficiency of His grace, I was able to forget myself and start to focus on others. I gave the care of my sanctification to the Lord. He is doing a far better job than I was ever able to do!
Having said that, a lack of Christ-like character will be used by the enemy to undermine our authority. We must put off the works of the flesh if we hope to enter Throne Life. But, in my experience, to make our flesh the focus is counterproductive. As we learn to walk in the Spirit (our human spirit empowered by the Holy Spirit) we no longer walk in the flesh. I am alive in Christ and have dominion over my mind and body. I rule over my soul and body by the grace and power of the Holy Spirit.
Pursuing these Truths will work in us humility and put to an end to any self reliance. Only the Lord can bring us into these treasures. They are ours, but it takes the Holy Spirit to reveal and empower us to enter in. The enemy will use strongholds of carnality remaining in our lives to undermine us and keep us out of our inheritance.
We will find ourselves seeking the Lord to remove any strongholds in our lives that may constitute an open door to the enemy. Grace appropriated can empower us to overcome any sin or habit.
If necessary, we can and should receive ministry in areas where we don’t seem to be able to appropriate Christ’s victory. The Lord has raised up many ministries in our day with insights into how to gain freedom from oppressive strongholds.
Having said that, it is important to realize that God’s grace is manifested in our weakness. (2 Cor. 12:9) Grace is more than favor, it is supernatural power freely bestowed on us in Christ. His grace is sufficient for us and His supernatural ability is made perfect in our weakness.
Satan A Defeated Foe
We are dealing with a conquered enemy. When Jesus rose from the dead He left behind Him a thoroughly vanquished foe. Satan was put to an open shame in the world of the spirit. (See Colossians 2:15.) He greatly fears that the knowledge of his humiliation by Jesus will become widely known. Paul elaborates on this in First Corinthians.
1 Corinthians 2:6
However, we speak wisdom among those who are mature, yet not the wisdom of this age, nor of the rulers of this age, who are coming to nothing.
These wicked spirits are ‘coming to nothing.’ Their fate is sealed. Christ has stripped them of their right to dominate mankind and delegated His authority to the Church.
The Blood of Jesus bears constant testimony to the eternal defeat of Satan. E.W. Kenyon suggests we refer to him as the eternally defeated one. MacMillan writes:
The blood represents, not only the cleansing from the guilt and power of sin, but it is also the witness of that overwhelming victory gained at Calvary, by virtue of which the Lord is now seated on high. Once this is grasped, the believer sees that he has not to fight against the foe, but simply to hold over him an already accomplished triumph the authority of which he shares to the full.25
The work is accomplished. Christ has done it all! He has finished the work. It is all for our benefit.
Hebrews 4:9-10
There remains therefore a rest for the people of God. For he who has entered His rest has himself also ceased from his works as God did from His.
He has ceased from His work. He is resting in what He has accomplished. He has a wonderful ministry at the Father’s right hand on our behalf, but He does it from a place of rest.
Hebrews 10:12-13
But this Man, after He had offered one sacrifice for sins forever, sat down at the right hand of God, from that time waiting till His enemies are made His footstool.
Jesus is waiting (resting) until the Father puts all His enemies under His feet. As we take our place in Him and enter into His rest, we invite the Father to subdue our enemies under our feet as well. We are part of the Body of which He is the Head. The feet are part of the Body. Father will subdue all things under the feet of Christ! This is not a passive resting but rather an active cooperation with the Master. From our place enthroned with Him we exercise godly dominion in partnership with Him.
We Won!
We often hear Christians say, “I read the back of the book, we win!” However true that may be, let us read the middle of the book. (the Epistles) We already won! When Christ rose from the dead, He thoroughly defeated Satan. Why wait until the end of the age, victory is ours now!



Father, You raised me up and enthroned with Christ. I share in His authority and dominion now. Lead me into a godly operation of this dominion. I want to partner with You in releasing the authority of the Kingdom in the earth. You have given me the Holy Spirit to reveal and empower me to walk in these Realities. Thank You, Father. By Your grace I will take hold of these Realities and walk in them.



The Author and Finisher of our faith is Christ the Lord, in view of which fact it becomes only too clear that there can be no progress without revelation. I repeat, if ‘Throne-Life’ requires a revelation before it can be realized nothing else in the Christian life is realized without the illumination and work of the Holy Spirit.

There are at least three Scriptural considerations which, taken together, assure the possibility to the Christian of a life of overcoming in the midst of the fiercest Satanic assaults. The first is the fact of positive Scripture statements as to our association with Christ’s present enthronement in heavenly places; the second is the representation in Scripture concerning the office of the Holy Spirit to open up to our spiritual understanding a view of the surpassing blessedness of this heavenly association; and third is the power accorded in the Scriptures to faith, as the executive attribute in every redeemed soul, to seize upon all truth which the Holy Spirit reveals or unfolds, and to turn it to practical account.

Faith will prove a key to unlock every mystery of the truth; obedience will secure our entrance through the door thus opened. In a new and deeper sense we shall discover ourselves to be sons abiding ever in the great house of the Father, partaking of all its relationships and responsibilities

Some people cannot believe the Word because they have never confessed the Lordship of Christ. The fear of man has held them in bondage. This is one of Satan’s strongest holds on man. Many times a dead creed imprisons a man. You have been taught not to believe this and not to believe that. Your Christ has been lost in a maze of theological theories. Abandon yourself to the Lordship of the Word; act on it, and God will become real to you.

Chapter Six
The Possibility of Throne Life
It is wonderful to see what the Word reveals about our potential reigning with Christ and participating in Throne Life. But can we really enter in? How do we move into this tremendous place of authority? In this chapter we want to consider three aspects of the method by which we lay hold of our high calling. Simply put, they are the Word, the Holy Spirit and Faith.
The Word
We cannot claim any blessing that is not plainly proclaimed in God’s Word. Faith begins where the will of God is known. God’s Word reveals God’s will. First, let us notice Paul’s description of Christ’s resurrection in the first chapter of Ephesians.
Ephesians 1:19-21
And what is the exceeding greatness of His power in us who believe, according to the working of His mighty power which He worked in Christ when He raised Him from the dead and enthroned Him at His right hand in the heavenly places, far above all principality and power and might and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this age but also in that which is to come.
Paul informs us that the power that is working in us is the same power that raised Christ from the dead and enthroned Him at the Father’s right hand. Christ is enthroned far above all other spiritual beings that exist in the heavenly realms. As Paul continues in his letter to the Ephesians he writes:
Ephesians 2:4-6
But God, who is rich in mercy, because of His great love with which He loved us, even when we were dead in trespasses, made us alive together with Christ (by grace you have been saved), and raised us up together, and made us sit together in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus.
In raising Christ from the dead, the apostle saw by revelation that we were raised with Him and enthroned with Him at the Father’s right hand. We are enthroned with Him in the higher realm of heavenly places far above principalities and power and every name that is named. (See 1:21) It is important to note that in the unseen realm of spiritual reality, we are enthroned above all other spiritual beings.
Paul uses the phrase heavenly places five times in the book of Ephesians. Let’s look at the verses and see what we can glean from them.
Ephesians 1:3
Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places in Christ.
Ephesians 1:20
Which He worked in Christ when He raised Him from the dead and seated Him at His right hand in the heavenly places.
Ephesians 2:6
And raised us up together, and made us sit together in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus.
Ephesians 3:10
To the intent that now the manifold wisdom of God might be made known through the church to the principalities and powers in the heavenly places.
Ephesians 6:12
For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this age, against spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly places.
Apparently, the realm of heavenly places contains both a higher and a lower realm. The evil hosts of wickedness are in the heavenly realms, but Christ is enthroned far above them and we are in Him. Our co-enthroning with Christ is far above these other spiritual beings. We are blessed with every spiritual blessing in this realm. Our warfare against the principalities and powers is from our position above them. They attempt to bring us down from our position of absolute victory by deceiving us into fighting on their level. It is the destiny of the Church to demonstrate the many-sided wisdom of God to these very principalities and powers. (see Ephesians 3:10)
As our minds are renewed and our faith grows, we take these realities as fact and live in the light of them. We come to know that we are above our enemies and refuse to walk in the flesh realm but take our place in Christ in the spirit realm.
The Holy Spirit’s Role
In addition to the Word, we have the ministry of the Holy Spirit to lead us into all the Truth that Jesus has provided for us.
Paul’s prayer in Ephesians 1:17-18:
That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give to you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Him, the eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that you may know what is the hope of His calling, what are the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints.
Paul prays that we would have the Spirit of wisdom and revelation in the deep and intimate knowledge of Him. (Amplified Bible) An aspect of the Holy Spirit’s ministry is to bring us the revelation of our place in Christ and then to empower us to walk in what we now see. Paul prays we would know “the hope of His calling.” Observe what Paul says in Romans 5:1:
Therefore, since we have been declared righteous by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ. Also through Him, we have obtained access by faith into this grace in which we stand, and we rejoice in the hope of the glory of God.26
We rejoice in hope of the glory of God! The glory that Adam lost as a son of God, we now are destined to obtain. We were created to share in God’s glory and through our redemption we are restored to this hope. Paul speaks of this destiny further in Colossians.
Colossians 1:27-28
To them God willed to make known what are the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles: which is Christ in you, the hope of glory. Him we preach, warning every man and teaching every man in all wisdom, that we may present every man perfect in Christ Jesus.
The hope of our calling, the hope we rejoice in, is Christ in us. As we grow up in Christ He is revealed in us. Our union with Christ increasingly becomes a reality to us. We learn to walk in Him and rest in what He has done for us in His Finished Work. The Holy Spirit unveils to us all that Father has freely given us in His Son. He takes the things of Jesus and reveals them unto us.
Proverbs 4:18-19 ESV
But the path of the righteous is like the light of dawn, which shines brighter and brighter until full day.
Regardless of world conditions and the schemes of men, our destiny is to progressively enter into the glory of God ordained for us before the foundation of the world.
Romans 9:23
And that He might make known the riches of His glory on the vessels of mercy, which He had prepared beforehand for glory.
We are vessels of mercy that Father has prepared beforehand for glory. Your future is bright. You are destined for glory. You are a vessel of mercy, having received mercy and now learning to reveal God’s mercy to others. Paul refers to this as the high calling we are pressing into.
Philippians 3:13-14
Forgetting those things which are behind and reaching forward to those things which are ahead, I press toward the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus.
It is important that we learn to get beyond our past failures. Too many of us have let our past haunt us. Your past is not a prophecy of your future. God has good things for all of us if we dare to believe His Word. Set your heart on the wonderful things that Father intends you to walk in. The path of the righteous is like the light of dawn.
Colossians 3:1-3
If then you were raised with Christ, seek those things which are above, where Christ is, sitting at the right hand of God. Set your mind on things above, not on things on the earth. For you died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God.
The reality of our New Life in Christ requires a renewing of our minds. What Father says is Divine Fact. The declarations of God are the highest form of reality other than God Himself. The creative ability of God was released when He spoke and all matter came into being. And in the eternal purpose of God the first creation becomes the type of the New Creation.
2 Corinthians 4:6
For it is the God who commanded light to shine out of darkness, who has shone in our hearts to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ.
Father has commanded light to shine into our darkness and impart the knowledge of the glory of God. He has declared us to be raised and enthroned with Christ at His right hand. As we embrace these Truths the Holy Spirit bears witness with our spirits that we are indeed sons of God and joint heirs with Christ.
Paul, calling the Corinthians out of their carnality, puts before them the vision of Father’s intention.
1 Corinthians 2:7-11
But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, the hidden wisdom which God ordained before the ages for our glory… But as it is written: ‘Eye has not seen, nor ear heard, nor have entered into the heart of man the things which God has prepared for those who love Him.’ But God has revealed them to us through His Spirit. For the Spirit searches all things, yes, the deep things of God.
We are involved in walking out the eternal purpose of God! Things which were in the heart of God were ordained for us before the ages for our glory! Father reveals these things to us by His Spirit who searches all things.
Faith Possesses the Promises
In the Amplified Bible of Hebrews 11:1 it says, ”… faith [is] perceiving as real fact what is not revealed to the senses.” Faith takes hold of things that the senses cannot perceive. It sees them as real fact. The fact that God has spoken these things makes them more reliable than our sense perceptions.
As we bow our intellects before the authority of God’s Word, the Life in the Word delivers us from unbelief. As James puts it “receive with meekness the implanted word, which is able to save your souls.” (James 1:21) Father imparts faith to us as we receive in meekness His Living Word. The Words that Jesus speaks are Spirit and Life. Faith makes unseen realities real. They are already real, but they exist in another realm. Faith enables us to know that those unseen realities are real and that they have substance within us now.
Hebrews 11:1 Translator’s NT
Now if we have faith we are sure that our hopes are real; we come to know that the unseen things really do exist.
When we first hear the amazing Truths of our authority in Christ, we begin to hope that it is true and it is for us. But as we listen to the Word and the Holy Spirit confirms it in our hearts, we come to a place of assurance concerning these things. Though unseen, these Realities grip us and persuade us of their power. We step out in small steps of faith and put the Word to the test. As we see result we dare to attempt larger projects of faith. We begin to dare to speak to the mountains that loom up before us and seek to intimidate us.
Mark 11:23
For assuredly, I say to you, whoever says to this mountain, ‘Be removed and be cast into the sea,’ and does not doubt in his heart, but believes that those things he says will be done, he will have whatever he says.
Faith appropriates and acts on God’s Truth. We speak to the mountain and it is removed. Not always instantly. But as we continue to hold our authority over the unseen forces that have come against us, they will reluctantly retreat.
Standing boldly on what the Holy Spirit has confirmed in us of the Word’s testimony, we move in a new realm of confidence and acting in harmony with heaven and heaven’s authority. By faith we possess and act upon the revelation of our reign with Christ. As George Peck commented, “Our weakness invites Him, our persistent confidence incites Him!”



Father, I thank You that You have given me the Spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of You. You are flooding the eyes of my understanding with light so that I may know the hope to which You have called me. I am destined to partake of Your glory and the glory of the resurrected Christ. The Holy Spirit is guiding me into these Realities and they are becoming real to me. By Your grace, I am able to walk in my God-given authority. No weapon formed against me can prosper. I belong to You, Father.



The believer has now accepted the place of exaltation with his Lord… His first lesson will be personal. He must learn the significance of the term ‘Satan’ (The Adversary), and come to understand why one of his titles is ‘The Accuser of the brethren.’ He will encounter a constant stream of accusations in his own heart. These will trouble him, until he discovers that the purpose of the enemy is to turn him in upon himself, and, through the creating of a consciousness of personal unworthiness, draw him down from the place of perfect faith.

The Christian who puts on this armor and engages in spiritual warfare is marked. The devil will do everything in his power to keep you from coming into this knowledge of authority over him. He’ll fight you more over this than any other subject. Then, after you have come to the knowledge of this authority, he’ll oppose you and try to steal it from you. There will be tests. Some people will fail. The devil wants you to throw up your hands and say the authority of the believer won’t work for you.

Satan knows that you realize that your interests and God’s are identified, and that God cannot see you fail without seeing Himself fail; and this He will not allow. Chapter Seven
Pressing In
Having gained the necessary knowledge from the Scriptures, and sought the Holy Spirit’s illumination of these Truths, we have begun to apply our faith to personally possess our part in Christ’s dominion. We now begin to “fight the good fight of faith.” (1 Timothy 6:12) “We must through many tribulations enter the kingdom of God.” (Acts 14:22)
As we see our position and privileges, we decide to press into this realm of authority. We become convinced that Father wants us to walk in this Throne Life with Jesus and exercise dominion in the earth. The greatest fear in the camp of the enemy is that the Church will begin to understand what Jesus has purchased for them.
Intense warfare will ensue in the illuminated believer’s life. Many demonic spirits will be assigned to hinder our progress in understanding and in exercising Throne rights and privileges. Like the Promised Land in the Old Testament, it is ours, but we must drive the enemy off of our inheritance. Every place the souls of our feet shall tread upon is ours.
Personal Warfare
In order to walk in this authority as an intercessor for others, we must first be proven in our own walk. Through many tribulations – tests, trials – we enter into the Kingdom, or Rule, of God. As we come fully under His Rule, we then begin to partner with Him in expressing His Rule. But there is a battle to enter into our place in Him. Various types of assault will be faced.
Assault of Doubts
As we attempt to appropriate the truths of Throne Life we are often aware that we haven’t fully entered into its reality. Satan seizes upon our lack of assurance and sends a flood of doubts to our minds. In times of intimacy with the Lord arrows of doubt invade our minds. At first, we are tempted to condemn ourselves for such doubts, but then it dawns on us that this is the enemy’s tactic to steal our assurance. We take authority over doubt and declare that we are believers!
2 Corinthians 4:4
Whose minds the god of this age has blinded, who do not believe, lest the light of the gospel of the glory of Christ, who is the image of God, should shine on them.
Though this verse deals mainly with the unsaved, it is clear that the god of this age continues to seek to blind our minds to the glory of Christ. This verse speaks of His resurrection glory. He is enthroned at the Father’s right hand. As we come to see Him enthroned, we also see ourselves enthroned in Him.
Unclean Thoughts
Many believers are not prepared for the flood of ungodly thoughts that may assault them. Unclean and perverse thoughts assail the mind and emotions. Along with these images comes an accusing voice that says, “You call yourself a Christian and look at the thoughts you are having!” Shame and condemnation seek to overwhelm you. And then you realize that these are not your thoughts! This is the oppressive presence of an enemy seeking to disguise his thoughts and even bring feelings that seem so real as to be indistinguishable from our own feelings. You rise up and rebuke these thoughts in Jesus’ name and they dissolve before you. Resist the devil and he will flee from you. (James 4:7)
Impressions, Voices and Visions
As many believers begin to open up to being used by the Holy Spirit, they experience various impressions, voices and visions. Many of these are truly of God and are a great blessing to us. But if we get into the habit of accepting all such manifestations as of God, we can open ourselves up to deceptive spirits. We must judge all things by the Word of God. Most of us know someone who shared what “the Lord said” to them and our hearts did not bear witness with their leading. Many foolish things have been done by sincere believers who were following a voice they thought was God.
It is a good practice to submit the revelations we receive to a mature brother or sister as a sounding board. Too many shipwrecks have occurred as individuals have followed “leadings.”
The early Pentecostal leader Carry Judd Montgomery told of an incident in her own life that illustrates this principle. After she had been raised up from a sickbed, another attack of serious sickness beset her. Two of her friends were praying for her and were impressed that this sickness was unto death and Carrie would not recover. Carrie, upon hearing this report, immediately thought of all the Scriptural promises of healing. She shared with her husband what had been suggested and they stood against this false revelation. She was raised up and lived many, many years.
Chronic Sickness
Many times the enemy will use sickness as a distraction to draw the believer away from the revelation of Throne Life. Lingering, oppressing symptoms will be brought against the child of God who is seeking to move into his or her authority. Even after healing has come, attempts will be made to bring the sickness back upon the believer. Recognizing the supernatural nature of the attack and resisting it in a persevering way will yield the desired result, though sometime after a lengthy battle.
Hindered Ministry
The believer knows he is in the right place and is doing the will of the Father. Yet, he has the sense that he is not as fruitful as he should be. He is troubled by this and seeks the Lord to see if in any way he is not in obedience. The enemy will often seek to get us into self examination, getting our focus on ourselves. “What am I doing wrong?” “Maybe I’m not supposed to be doing this ministry.”
Certainly we want to be sure we are called to do whatever we are doing for the Lord. We must recognize, however, that resistance is not an evidence of being in the wrong assignment. If it were, the apostle Paul never got into the right place!
But the real difficulty is demonic resistance. Wicked spirits are hindering the ministry. Recognizing and taking authority over these forces will break the back of the assault and increased fruitfulness will manifest. Our authority extends to where our responsibilities reach. Where I am called to minister, there I have authority.
Personal Insecurity in Ministry
Oversensitivity to the opinions and ideas of others can hinder us from confidently doing the will of the Father. We must find out what God has gifted us to do and then do it with assurance. The enemy will work on our insecurities and cause us to give too much weight to the intimidation we feel around strong personalities. Satan will seek to derail us and move us out from the center of God’s will into side issues that may not reflect our gifts. The fear of man brings a snare.
Intensity of Trials
As we are tried outwardly, we desire to respond in a godly way. We sometimes condemn ourselves when we get upset by the difficulties of life. We fall short of “counting it all joy.” The enemy will often use this shortcoming as an opportunity to condemn us. As we realize that there is no condemnation in Christ, we stand up against the accuser and refuse his suggestions. We have an Intercessor who ever lives to intercede for us and is able to save, heal and deliver us to the uttermost. (Hebrews 7:25)
Moving In Humility
A maturing believer will remain open to correction from the Lord. Without becoming introspective – getting overly focused on ourselves in an unhealthy way – we allow the Lord to show us anything in our lives that would be displeasing to Him. Because our Father loves us, we trust Him to gently correct us and help us overcome our areas of weakness.
At the Throne of Grace, we can receive grace to overcome any and all besetting sins. We must always keep in mind that in the New Covenant our sins and lawless deeds our Father remembers no more. Jesus has become our Righteousness. There is no condemnation in Christ.
Based On the Word
Our confidence in the reality of our place in Throne Life is solidly based on the Scriptures. We are confident in Ephesians 2:6; 1:3; 6:12; 1:19-23. We renew our minds to these verses and are intellectually convinced of the truth of these declarations. We cannot be talked out of them. We have prayerfully meditated on them and allowed the Holy Spirit to write them on our hearts. Our faith is based on the Eternal Word of God. I have been made alive with Christ, I do share in His authority, I am blessed with every spiritual blessing in Christ, my wrestling is not with flesh and blood.
The Key to Realization
We realize that an intellectual knowledge of Throne Life will not suffice. Our minds do need to be convinced but it must become revelation to us. We long for the key to entering into our inheritance in Christ. We realize that we need a ‘spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Him’ and ‘the eyes of our understanding enlightened.’ We begin to pray and call upon the Lord to bring us this illumination. We earnestly pray Ephesians 1:19-23 and Ephesians 3:14-20.
The Open Door of Revelation
As we pray these prayers, the Holy Spirit begins to unfold the great realities of Throne Life to us. The reality of our position and privilege grips us with a renewed sense of vitality. What was intellectual knowledge is becoming exceedingly empowering truth. Our confidence in prayer and the command of faith develops marvelously.



Father, as I boldly come to Your throne of grace, I ask that You would empower me to endure all that the enemy would throw at me to discourage me. I am determined by Your grace to enter into my inheritance in Christ. I have made my choice to press in though it involves many tests and trials. Thank You that the Greater One is in me and He will enable me to endure until I see all the victory You have promised.



We come now to the central feature of the enthroned life. Among the high privileges that spring from this exalted position, the highest no doubt has to do with what may be called ‘delegated authority.’ The believer commands and it is done. In the Name of Jesus the believer exercises ‘executive authority’ – he commands mountains to move and to be cast into the sea, and if he doubts not in his heart, it is done.
F.J. Huegel30
In all such situation [of spiritual warfare] the authority of the Lord is available for the instructed believer. And, where in faith the obedient saint claims his throne rights in Christ, and boldly exerts his authority, the powers of the air will recognize and obey. There may be an unwillingness and delay on their part, and time may be required. But once the word of authority is spoken, it is not necessary to repeat it. The believer must ‘stand’ (Ephesians 6:13), and strengthen himself in God as he waits.

Jesus vanquished Satan, not for Himself, but for man. His victory over Satan was purely a substitionary act. So Christ’s victory is our victory. For all that He did in substitution, He did for us. The Supreme Court of the Universe looks upon the substitionary work of Jesus as though it was actually ours. God did not need it, Jesus did not need it, the angels did not need it, but humanity needed the victory He wrought. God sees Jesus as our perfect Redeemer and us as perfectly redeemed ones. He sees us entering into the fruits of the victory of Jesus, absolute conquerors over all the forces of darkness.

Chapter Eight
Entering into Battle
Having apprehended the Truth of our authority, position and privileges enthroned with Christ we now come to the exercise of this authority. In this book I quote from many authors who had received the revelation of the believer’s authority. Many of the quotes are from George Peck because I am loosely following the outline of his book. Peck was writing in 1888 and his style is dated and sometime difficult to understand. When I quote Peck I will attempt to explain anything that might seem obscure.
Peck writes:
In holy boldness, as bidden in Hebrews 4:16, and with an assurance and purpose which would have seemed to him [the believer] before only presumption and sin, but which he now feels are God-given and inspired, the believer determines on four aggressive movements as the order of battle.
Let’s notice the verse Peck refers to:
Hebrews 4:16
Let us therefore come boldly to the throne of grace that we may obtain mercy and find grace to help in time of need.
It is our privilege to come with full confidence to the throne of God and take our place in Him. The verse says we may come and obtain mercy. Mercy is always offered at the throne of grace. When we enter the throne room, the blood of Jesus speaks on our behalf. (See Hebrews 12:24) In this amazing New Covenant our sins and lawless deeds our Father will remember no more. As we walk in fellowship with Him we stand in His righteousness which is given to us.
In this gift of righteousness (Romans 5:17) we can come boldly to the throne of grace. We are not being presumptuous, as it might have seemed when we walked more in the traditions of man than in the revelation of our high calling. But we now see that our Father has paved the way in His Son’s blood for us to come with freedom before Him. We come, as Hebrews 10:22 says, in “full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience.” We have discovered the reality of “no condemnation in Christ.”
Let’s consider four aspects of moving into battle.
1. A Determination to Believe the Word
Peck expresses this well: “As a first step, the believer determines henceforth to accredit God’s Word as veritably and unalterably true, as it has been shown him, concerning his present position and privileges in enthronement with Christ, far above all his enemies.” What seems to us as real in our world may not reflect the reality of spiritual things. I must trust God and His Word to enter into this realm of victory.
Peck continues “He decides to take God’s view as his own view, unquestioningly, from this moment, and continually, irrespective of circumstances or appearances.” Regardless of the evidence of our senses, we choose to believe God. We embrace God’s Word as true and the final authority in our lives.
“He means to consider himself as in Christ, wholly beyond the power of Satan to make him miserable.” We take hold of the reality of being in Christ and free from Satan’s dominion.
“And so, following out this determination, he falls upon his knees, and enters into covenant with God as to this distinct stand of faith.”
We settle it in our hearts that we are going to ‘possess the land’ and not turn back no matter how the battle rages. We enter into a solemn covenant with God that by His grace we will possess and walk in this authority. We understand that this is contested territory, but we are trusting in the bountiful grace of God to bring us in. We are convinced that it is His will and that He will therefore enable us to take hold of our inheritance.
This level of warfare will many times bring the believer to the end of all self reliance and religious pride. Our utter dependence on the Lord dawns upon us with increased impact.
2. Make Application of the Word
Having determined to believe the Word we now apply the Truth we have embraced to the problem before us. Having moved into an assurance concerning our right to speak to the mountain, we are confident that Father will anoint our word of command. We believe that He who upholds all things by the Word of His power will uphold us as we “extend the rod” of divine authority. He watches over His Word to perform it.
3. Acting in Faith
“He concentrates his will in an unreserved and decisive act of faith.” (Peck) Although sharing the authority of Christ is not about an exercise of will power, our will is of the utmost importance. Our right decisions invite the empowering grace of God into our lives.
The mind is the battlefield in spiritual warfare. Faith is a matter of the heart, but if the enemy can overwhelm the mind we will withdraw from the battle.
We cannot be double minded about moving into Throne Life. Satan will pressure us to cave in. But we make the determination that by the grace of God we will enter in. We take the Divine Fact of our position and rights and confront the mountain of difficulty. As we resist the devil he flees from us. (James 4:7)
We release our faith by implementing Mark 11:22-24. This involves the command of faith and the prayer of faith.
Mark 11:22-24
Jesus answered and said to them, ‘Have faith in God.’ (Literally, have the faith of God, or as Greek scholar
A.T. Robertson says, have the God-kind of faith.)
The Command of Faith
For assuredly, I say to you, whoever says to this mountain, ‘Be removed and be cast into the sea,’ and does not doubt in his heart, but believes that those things he says will be done, he will have whatever he says.
The Prayer of Faith
Therefore I say to you, whatever things you ask when you pray, believe that you receive them, and you will have them.
Mark 11:24 Weymouth
That is why I tell you, as to whatever you pray and make request for, if you believe that you have received it, it shall be yours.
4. Standing in Faith
Having prayed the prayer of faith (or commanded the command of faith), we are convinced that things went into motion in the spiritual realm that our natural eyes cannot see. But through the eye of faith we see it as being done. If the mountain still seems to loom largely in front of us, we maintain our confidence in the unchanging Word of the Living God.
As Peck illustrates:
“Without waiting for evidence or signs at all, he so thoroughly obeys the Divine command in Mark 11: 24, to believe he receives when he prays, that he assumes the mountain has moved, and so begins at once to act his faith in praising, instead of praying, He begins to bless God that he has already become more than conqueror through him that loved Him.”
According to the New English Bible in Hebrews 11:1, “Faith gives substance to our hopes; and makes us certain of realities we do not see.” Imitating our Father, we call the things that are not as though they were. “What is faith?” The Knox translation asks, “It is that which gives substance to our hopes, which convinces us of things we cannot see.”
The Witness of Peace
How do we know that the mountain is moving? Deep within us there is the witness of the Holy Spirit. The peace that passes understanding guards our hearts and minds in Christ Jesus. If the battle is prolonged, we do not move off of our believing. Our confidence is in the faithfulness of God and the integrity of His Word. Having done all to stand, we stand therefore.
“No finite power can resist the uplifted rod in the hands of our enthroned Christ; and as our believing hands clasp His hands, that rod will remain uplifted in our behalf.”33
Habakkuk 3:17-18 A Hymn of Faith
Though the fig tree may not blossom, nor fruit be on the vines; Though the labor of the olive may fail, and the fields yield no food; Though the flock may be cut off from the fold, and there be no herd in the stalls — Yet I will rejoice in the Lord, I will joy in the God of my salvation.
Unmoved by negative circumstances we offer the sacrifice of praise continually, the fruit of our lips, confessing to His name. (Hebrews 13:15 Literal)



Father, Your Word is absolutely trustworthy. I believe when I act on Your Word, You begin to work to bring it to pass. If I don’t see it immediately, I’m not moved. I will trust You that You are watching over Your Word to perform it. No Word You speak is void of power. I have acted on Your Word, speaking the command of faith and praying the prayer of faith and now I will stand until the mountain crumbles before me. It can’t be any other way because You are not a man that You should lie. If You have said it, You will do it. You watch over Your Word to perform it. I will rest in Your faithfulness. Praise to You, my Father. Thank You, Jesus, for all You have done for me.



[Let me give a word of explanation] respecting the exhibition of throne-power by the mode of language. Its modes of speech are two: the prayer of faith, and, its highest energy the command of faith. Throne-power lays hold of the exceedingly great and precious promises which encourage faith to adopt either of these modes of expression.
George Peck
Now the Christian who realizes his position of oneness with his risen Lord, and is conscious of his throne rights as one who has been made to sit in heavenly places with his Lord, looks down from his exalted session with the Son at God’s right Hand, and sees the battle in all its naked reality.

As we obediently speak to the mountain before us, there may seem to be no immediate response. But, as day by day, we maintain the attitude of authority, knowing that we are commissioned to use the name of our Lord, there will come a trembling and a shaking, and removing, and the mountain will slide from its base, and disappear into the sea of forgetfulness.

You think your mountain is large, the sea at a great distance, your own faith small, well, all this may be true, but you have confidence in that Name even if you have not in your own faith. So, in that great Name command the mountain to go – not in your faith, but in that Name. It will go. It must go! It is not the quantity of faith, but the place where it is centered.

Chapter Nine
Faith that Endures
Learning the art of exercising Throne Life involves developing a grace that accompanies our faith: patience. Not the way we use the word patience today, but the Bible word translated patience has a richer, stronger meaning.
James 1:2-4
My brethren, count it all joy when you fall into various trials, knowing that the testing of your faith produces patience. But let patience have its perfect work, that you may be perfect and complete, lacking nothing.
The word translated patience two times in these verses is defined as: independent, unyielding, defiant perseverance in the face of aggressive misfortune, and thus to a kind of courageousness.37 Another scholar suggests: “not the resignation of the passive sufferer [like our modern usage], so much as the fortitude of the stouthearted soldier.”38 One more perspective may be helpful: “the characteristic of a man who is unswerved from his deliberate purpose and his loyalty to faith and piety by even the greatest trails and sufferings.”39
James assures us that the trial of our faith will produce in us this wonderful quality of character that enables us to stand during prolonged tests of faith. As this spiritual force has its perfect work in us, it will result in maturity and every need met.
Hebrews 10:35-36 NIV
So do not throw away your confidence; it will be richly rewarded. You need to persevere so that when you have done the will of God, you will receive what he has promised.
The same Greek word we referred to above is used in this verse and is translated ‘need to persevere.’ Or, have patience. Satan sends us trials to hinder or stop our faith. As we develop this ‘patience’ the same trials that Satan wants to use against us, work for us! They develop this force in us as we become mature warriors.
Paul speaks this same principle in Romans 5:3, 4:
And not only that, but we also glory in tribulations, knowing that tribulation produces perseverance; and perseverance, character; and character, hope…
Tribulations – test and trials – which come to get us to back off of the truth of our authority and question God, produce perseverance (same Greek word as referred to above) which, in turn develops character, resulting in overwhelming confidence for the future (hope).
We are to maintain our boldness toward our Father even in the midst of assaults by the enemy. They do not come from God to mature us; they come from the Adversary to dissuade us from standing in our Throne authority. He greatly fears our becoming established in this place of dominion. It is ours by birthright and we refuse to let the enemy of our souls rob us of this gracious provision.
Declaring Your Faith
Like our Father in Creation, and the Son in ministry, we release our authority through the words of our mouth. Jesus said, “we could have what we say.” (Mark 11:23) In the letter to the Hebrews (10:23) we are encouraged to hold fast our confession. Once we have released our faith in the command of faith or the prayer of faith, we must continue to believe God is working regardless of any visible change. One of the ways we can do this is to continue to remind God of what we are believing by praising and thanking Him for what we believe He is doing in the unseen realm.
2 Corinthians 4:17, 18
For our light affliction, which is but for a moment, is working for us a far more exceeding and eternal weight of glory, while we do not look at the things which are seen, but at the things which are not seen. For the things which are seen are temporary, but the things which are not seen are eternal.
Our focus must be on the Realities described in the Word, not on the shifting sand of circumstances. Father works in the unseen realm long before things manifest in the seen realm. We are to believe He is working, when we see no immediate change. Notice that Father is working ‘glory’ in us while we keep our focus on Him and His promises.
Upheld By His Word
There is supernatural power in the Word of God. As the Spirit unveils to us our participation in Christ, that ability is imparted to us.
Luke 1:37 CLNT
Seeing that it will not be impossible with God to fulfill His every declaration.
Translating this verse even more literally: No word from
God shall be void of dunamis. In other words, when God speaks, His word carries His supernatural power. (Rhema is the Greek word for spoken Word, dunamis is the Greek word for supernatural power). As we meditate in the Word concerning our authority, the Holy Spirit writes His laws on the fleshly tablets of our hearts. And as we endure as good soldiers, we hold fast to the Word until it is manifested in the seen realm.
The Words of Jesus, which were given Him by His Father, are upholding all things.
Hebrews 1:3 NAS
And He is the radiance of His glory and the exact representation of His nature, and upholds all things by the word of His power.
As we hold on to the Word, Jesus upholds us by the power in His Word. Satan wants us to abandon the revelation of the Word that reveals our dominion in Christ and have us retreat to our former timidity.
In the parable of the sower we find that when the Word is sown in the good ground (which we are because the Word has brought forth in us already), that we bring forth fruit with patience. In the verse below perseverance is the same Greek word discussed above.
Luke 8:15-16 NAS
But the seed in the good soil, these are the ones who have heard the word in an honest and good heart, and hold it fast, and bear fruit with perseverance.
Dressed to Win
Paul instructed Timothy to “fight the good fight of faith.” It is a good fight because Jesus has already defeated Satan and redeemed us out of his authority. He seeks by intimidation and bluff to make us cower, but we refuse his lies and counter his accusations with the Living Word of God. According to 1 Peter 5:9-10 we:
Resist him, steadfast in the faith, knowing that the same sufferings are experienced by your brotherhood in the world. But may the God of all grace, who called us to His eternal glory in Christ Jesus, after you have suffered a while, perfect, establish, strengthen, and settle you.
Clothed in the armor that You have given me, I will stand until I see the Word I have spoken brought to pass. My part is to believe, Your part is t o bring it into manifestation. So I will fight the good fight of faith. It’s a good fight because Jesus has already defeated the enemy. Jesus has all authority and I am His joint heir. As I rest in the Finished Work of Christ my Father is putting all the work of the enemy beneath my feet.



Our lives as believers are to issue from Christ as the branch issues from the Vine. Whether it be the greatest missionary undertaking, or the most ordinary Christian service (but Christian service is never ordinary), unless it be a genuine overflow of that Life of which Christ is the spring, sterility or futility will sooner or late be manifest.

Chapter Ten
Your Sphere of Dominion
Jesus has all authority in heaven and on earth. We have been raised up and enthroned with Him in heavenly places. We share in His authority. Father will empower you to exercise sufficient authority to defeat the enemies you face. We have sufficient authority to deal with the enemy in the areas where we have responsibility. Authority is always coupled with responsibility. Where your calling leads you, grace will enable and empower you.
In the ministry of Jesus we find no record of Him dealing with principalities and powers through spiritual warfare. He preached the good news of the Rule of God. If the enemy or demonic forces sought to hinder Him from His obedience to the Father, He dealt with them boldly and thoroughly.
When He encountered evil forces oppressing individuals, in compassion and power He set them free. And, we should note, when there was greater need than He by Himself could meet, He delegated His authority to His disciples. Not just to the 12, but to the 70 as well.40
When He first sent out His disciples, He transferred some of His authority and power for the task at hand.
Luke 9:1
Then He called His twelve disciples together and gave them power and authority over all demons, and to cure diseases.
He gave them supernatural ability and divine authorization to deal with sickness and demons. Whatever opposed them as they sought to obey Jesus the disciples were empowered and authorized to deal with.
We, too, have been commissioned by Father to declare and demonstrate His Kingdom and have been equipped with power and authority to do so. When we are in His will, we have His provision.
Your Sphere
In exercising spiritual authority it is important to stay within the sphere appointed to us by the Father. We are all called and authorized to heal the sick and cast out demons.
Mark 16:17-18
And these signs will follow those who believe: In My name they will cast out demons; they will lay hands on the sick, and they will recover.
When it came to exercising spiritual authority in territories, notice that the apostle Paul recognized the limitations of his calling and therefore his authority.
2 Corinthians 10:13, 14 ESV
But we will not boast beyond limits, but will boast only with regard to the area of influence God assigned to us, to reach even to you. For we are not over-extending ourselves, as though we did not reach you. We were the first to come all the way to you with the gospel of Christ.
Notice that the apostle recognized that his authority only reached as far as his assignment from God. Paul, to whom the Father granted the great revelation of the believer’s authority, did not presumptuously move beyond his recognized calling. Some today have endeavored to deal with principalities and powers that they were not called or authorized to deal with. This has brought them into much difficulty and some lives have been ruined. Your authority accompanies your calling and equips you deal with those obstacles that arise to hinder you from fulfilling your calling.
In principle we share in Christ’s authority. Principles are valid and we need to understand Kingdom principles. But one Kingdom principle that we must prioritize in all exercise of authority is being led by the Spirit of God.
Romans 8:14
For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, these are sons of God.
In His earthly ministry, Jesus was always led by His Father in both the words that He spoke and the works that He did. He is the Pattern. We, like Jesus, have all the authority we need to carry out our God-given assignments.
A Supernatural Gospel
In recent years there has been an increase in interest in spiritual warfare. Many good things have come from this renewed interest. But something that is not often perceived is that the gospel preached with power affects the heavenly realm.
When Jesus sent out the seventy, He equipped them as He had the twelve.
Luke 10:9
And heal the sick there, and say to them, ‘The kingdom of God has come near to you.’
As they went out in ministry they discovered that they also had authority over demonic forces.
Luke 10:17
Then the seventy returned with joy, saying, ‘Lord, even the demons are subject to us in Your name.’
As they preached the Kingdom with power, the sick were healed and demons were cast out. But notice Jesus’ response to their report.
Luke 10:18-19
And He said to them, ‘I saw Satan fall like lightning from heaven. Behold, I give you the authority to trample on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy, and nothing shall by any means hurt you.’
Apparently Satan’s power was dislodged in the heavenlies as the Gospel was preached with demonstration in the earth. It may well be that a benefit of the Kingdom being demonstrated with power is an overthrow of the principalities and powers in that area!
Pulling Down Strongholds
Some well-intentioned, but misguided believers have attempted to “pull down” principalities and powers. They command the ruling, territorial spirits (as they perceive them) to “come down.” Books have been written advocating this type of warfare. While our authority certainly can effect the principalities and powers in heavenly places (Ephesians 6:12), we war from a place of victory above these fallen beings.
The idea of pulling these beings down is usually based on a misunderstanding of 2 Corinthians 10:3-5.
2 Corinthians 10:3-5
For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war according to the flesh. For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal but mighty in God for pulling down strongholds, casting down arguments and every high thing that exalts itself against the knowledge of God, bringing every thought into captivity to the obedience of Christ.
This passage is sometimes interpreted as though it applied to “pulling down” principalities and powers. But notice that Paul is talking about strongholds and arguments in the mind! His focus is on bringing thoughts into captivity to the obedience of Christ. He is describing the battle for the minds of men as he preached the gospel. He may have exercised spiritual authority over spiritual forces influencing men’s minds, but he wouldn’t have sought to “pull them down.”
Enthroned Above
One of the reasons that it is not necessary to pull down principalities and powers is the fact that we are already enthroned far above them! As they attempt to hinder us from fulfilling our destiny, we have every right to command them to either bow to the name of Jesus or get out of the sphere of authority given to us by God. Rather than pull them down, we seek to displace them by occupying the higher place of authority than they do.
A Personal Experience
In a meeting of leaders from my church, we were led to a time of prayer. As we began to pray, I had a vision. In this vision, I was extending a “rod” of authority. I understood the rod to be the name of Jesus. In the vision, I was commanding the evil spirits who had invaded our realm of authority to bow and acknowledge the authority of Christ. (See Philippians 2:10, 11) I then saw these beings – because they were unwilling to bow to the name of Jesus, back out of the territory over which we were given responsibility. At the name of Jesus, they either were going to bow or back away from the authority of that name.
The day will come when they will all bow. But now where Christians understand and exercise their God-given authority, they will release their grip on that territory and not hinder the progress of the gospel.
Unity a Key
An often overlooked key to exercising dominion in a locality is a united Church. Jesus said, “If two agree on earth concerning anything that they ask, it will be done for them by My Father in heaven.” (Matthew 18:19) The Greek word translated agree in this verse is a word from which we get our word symphony. When two or more believers get into agreement – real harmony – Jesus said the Father would grant them their request.
We see this demonstrated in the early Church. Read Acts and note how often the phrase in one accord is used. The gospel was demonstrated in power by a people in unity and agreement. Because Satan knows our potential, he works overtime to keep us from finding our common ground and gets us to divide over non-essentials. Our being in one accord and using our God-given dominion would lead to his defeat wherever believers understood these truths.
Our Spheres
We are called to reign in Life through Christ. (Romans 5:17) This first place we can exercise authority is over our own flesh.
Galatians 5:24
Those who are Christ’s have crucified the flesh with its passions and desires.
As we understand our identification with Christ in His death, burial and resurrection, we see that our carnal mind and body no longer can rule over us. We learn to walk in the spirit and not in the flesh. As we declare who we are in Christ, our spirit man rises to its proper place in dominion over soul and body. We begin to “reign as king in life.” (Romans 5:17 Weymouth)
Parents can exercise dominion in their homes. You control the spiritual climate by using your authority to maintain an atmosphere of peace. Evil influences can be bound and forbidden to operate in your home. Unsaved mates can be kept from releasing evil forces in the home by a believing mate. The home is sanctified by the influence of the believer.
1 Corinthians 7:14
For the unbelieving husband is sanctified by the wife, and the unbelieving wife is sanctified by the husband; otherwise your children would be unclean, but now they are holy.
It is important to make clear that we do not have authority over any human will except our own. We have the right to take dominion in our sphere of responsibility, but not over the wills of others. Our authority is over the dark forces that would attempt to bring evil influences.
Finances
One way that demonic forces seek to keep us distracted from effectively serving the Father is by attacking our finances. It would be interesting to know how much effective service is hindered by financial care and worry about money.
Part of our authority in Christ is to speak to the mountain of lack and to call for the provision we need to do the Father’s will. In the light of what we have been saying about our enthroning with Christ, consider the followin verse:
Philippians 4:19 NASU
And my God will supply all your needs according to His riches in glory in Christ Jesus.
Out of the riches of glory at the Father’s right hand, our needs will be met. He who has all authority in heaven and on earth has authority to command a release of resources for us to do the will of the Father. Note what Paul says in this regard.
2 Corinthians 9:8
And God is able to make all grace abound toward you, that you, always having all sufficiency in all things, may have an abundance for every good work.
The level of God’s provision is abundance! Our needs met and enough left over to meet the needs of other and to support the gospel. We may use our authority to command finances to come and increase to flow.
In Intercession for Others
Those who feel called to intercession will find much more effectiveness in their intercession when they move from petition to command. I remember an occasion when a relatively new believer started attending my Church. After some months I didn’t see her. When I asked where she was, I was told she had gone back to using drugs and wouldn’t be coming to Church any more.
As I prayed for her, the Lord opened my eyes and I found myself as though I was in a room with her and I could see the demon spirit that was assigned to draw her back into the world. I commanded that spirit to cease in its assignment against her and commanded it to let her go. Shortly, she was back in church and is still going on with the Lord until this day.
Too often we are begging God to do something like He was reluctant to help and needs our coercion! He is more willing to help and save others than we could ever be. But He has given us authority and often awaits our use of command of faith before He intervenes.
What about Repentance?
Many sincere intercessors believe that if we can get enough believers to repent, God will send revival. While repentance is an important factor in bringing the Presence of God, repentance can become a “work” we feel we must do to “earn” revival. After watching the church repent for over 30 years, I’m convinced that it is not repentance that brings revival, it is faith. Some meetings I’ve been in it seemed that repentance had become a fashionable religious activity – a work. Everything we receive from God comes out of His grace, not our works. What Christ accomplished on the cross is sufficient to bring revival anywhere, anytime. When the Son of Man comes will He find faith on the earth?
When we never move beyond repentance to faith, we are failing to believe that He accepted our repentance and that we can now ask with confidence for what we want. In the foundational doctrines of the Church, repentance from dead works is first. But repentance itself can become a dead work if there is no faith in it. How many times can we ask God to forgive our nation’s sins before He decides to forgive them? Wasn’t the sacrifice of Christ sufficient? Do we need to add our works of repentance and gather enough believers together to wail over our sins before God will remember what Jesus did at Calvary and forgive us?
Abraham, under an older covenant, could have saved a city by himself if there were ten righteous in it. The Lord told Ezekiel that if He could find one man to stand in the gap, He would not have judged them. (Ezekiel 22:30, 31) We have a better covenant based on better promises. How much more could one man or woman stand in the gap under the new covenant based on the Finished Work of Christ and save the city they live in from judgment?
Having said these things, it is important to realize that for us as an individual, repentance – of a healthy nature – should be our life style. As we grow in Christ and more light shines on our attitudes and responses, we should be quick to turn away from anything the Lord show us is displeasing to Him.
Knowing Our Covenant
We have often prayed like orphans begging God to have mercy on us. In Christ, Father has already freely given us all things. (Romans 8:32) We are entreated to come with boldness to God’s throne of grace and obtain – take – mercy. Mercy is freely offered to all who will come. We are sons and daughters of God. It’s time we took our place and believed the Word of God. Faith is the victory that overcomes the world. (1 John 5:4)
Revelation 3:21
To him who overcomes I will grant to sit with Me on My throne, as I also overcame and sat down with My Father on His throne.



Father, I recognize that You have given me authority to reign in Life. In whatever area You have called me I can partner with Jesus and exercise dominion over the powers of the enemy. In the sphere of responsibility You have apportioned me, I can command the mountains of resistance to be thrown into the sea and they will obey me. Thank You, Father, for equipping me to reign in Life through Christ Jesus.



He takes us into the divine family, makes us partakers of the divine nature, undertakes our life for us, becomes the Author and Finisher of our faith, and works in us ‘to will and to do for His good pleasure.’ This is incomprehensible to our finite minds.

Chapter Eleven
Christ Enthroned in Us
As our hearts are captured by the revelation of sharing in the authority of the throne with Christ, there also arises within us recognition of Christ enthroned in our hearts by faith. Paul prays that according to the riches of His glory, God would strengthen us with His supernatural power in our inner man. This strengthening would be to the end that the Christ – the Anointed Deliverer, the Warrior King – would dwell in our hearts by faith. (Ephesians 3:16, 17)
The One who has all authority in heaven and on earth is to be enthroned in our hearts. Ministry becomes our allowing Him to express His dominion through us and destroy the works of darkness by our words and deeds.
A Revelation
Paul prays in chapter one of Ephesians that God would grant us a spirit of wisdom and revelation in the full knowledge of God resulting in our perceiving “what is the exceeding greatness of His supernatural power that is at work in us who are believing ones.” (Ephesians 1:17-19) We can accept truth intellectually yet not have it empower us. Paul was praying that the Truth would become so real to us that it would supernaturally empower us in our Christian experience.
Paul’s own testimony in this regard is given in Galatians.
Galatians 1:15-16
But when it pleased God, who separated me from my mother’s womb and called me through His grace, to reveal His Son in me…
It pleased God to reveal His Son in Paul that Paul might preach Him. Paul prays for the Ephesians that they (and we) might be gripped by the same revelation.
In his letter to the Colossians Paul brings the same emphasis.
Colossians 1:27
To them God willed to make known what are the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles: which is Christ in you, the hope of glory.
Our hope of glory in this life is Christ in us. Christ in all His fullness and dominion revealed in us! This Reality can bring the Church to a whole new level of fruitfulness. Think of an army of men and women releasing Christ’s authority everywhere they go!
You can see why the enemy greatly fears our having this glorious Truth revealed to us. It will result in the ongoing overthrow of his plans and schemes. Believers would regularly destroy his works and undermine his activities.
More Than a Savior
As Born Again believers, we all have asked Christ into our hearts. We believe He is in us. But we want to enlarge our vision of what it means to have the Christ – the Anointed Deliverer – abiding in us. The One who never found a sickness He couldn’t cure or a demon He couldn’t cast out lives in us! Like Israel of old, we have limited the Holy One of Israel.
Jesus in His exaltation is the King of Glory. Through our union with Him we share this Glory.
Psalms 24:7-8
Lift up your heads, O you gates! And be lifted up, you everlasting doors! And the King of glory shall come in. Who is this King of glory? The Lord strong and mighty, The Lord mighty in battle.
We are inviting the Lord – as the King of Glory – strong and might in battle to dwell in our hearts by faith. As our eyes are opened to who He is in Glory, we invite Him to dwell in His fullness in our hearts. Enthroning Him within by faith, we yield to His indwelling in the exercise of dominion. The Warrior King finds expression through us!
Christ Formed in Us
Although Christ indwells us from the moment of salvation, there is a progressive aspect to His indwelling. The Galatia believers had become enamored of the Law of Moses and were bringing mixture into the gospel. Paul was quite distressed about this and rebuked them sharply. He was interceding for them so that they would abandon trying to live by the outward standard of the Law and embrace the Reality of the indwelling Christ.
Galatians 4:19
My little children, for whom I labor in birth again until Christ is formed in you.
In their immaturity they were drawn to the glamour of the Law, not unlike many believers today. Paul knew the appeal to the religious flesh that the Law enticed people into and adamantly called them back to Christ and His indwelling presence. Christ in us, the hope of glory!
Power in Us
In Paul’s prayer for the saints at Ephesus, he challenges us to realize that God our Father is able to do exceedingly abundantly above all we could ask or think. Not, he says, according to the power and authority flowing from the throne, but rather according to the supernatural power (dunamis) that works within us!
In his first prayer (Ephesians 1:17-23) he asks the Father to give us a spirit of wisdom and revelation of Himself, which result in our hearts being flooded with Light that we might know the exceeding greatness of His supernatural power (dunamis) in us who believe. Paul longs for us to realize that the same ability that raised Christ from the dead in now working in us according to our faith.
Progressive Revelation
The Church is built on the revelation of Christ. The revelation of Him is the rock that Hades cannot withstand. (Matthew 16:16-19) But as Peter demonstrates sadly, our revelation of Him can be limited. (Matthew 16:21-23) We need to know Him in His resurrection glory through us in this world.
As we meditate on the Scriptures – particularly Paul’s revelation – our faith grows and we become more and more confident in His indwelling presence. We allow His wisdom to direct us in the minor affairs of life as well as in ministry. Christ in us, the hope of glory.
Line upon Line
These tremendous Truths do not dawn on us all at once. But as we continue to study, declare and meditate upon them, they grow in their impact and influence on us. Christ is being formed in us. That is God’s purpose and our destiny. The Word brings forth some thirty, some sixty, some a hundred fold. Let us keep our eyes on Him who has begun His good work in us.
Philippians 1:6
Being confident of this very thing, that He who has begun a good work in you will complete it until the day of Jesus Christ.



Father, the apostle Paul spoke of Christ being revealed in him. I desire that You would give increase to the revelation of Christ in me. Please reveal in me the resurrected, glorified Christ in all His authority and dominion. Release through me the throne authority of Christ into my situations and circumstances. I yield myself to You, Lord Jesus, to partner with You in releasing Your Kingdom authority in this earth. Your Kingdom come, Your will be done in my life and in my circumstances.

Chapter Twelve
Shouts of Grace; Grace to It!
In this chapter I would like to share an important aspect of moving in Throne Life and a caution regarding our approach to the authority we have in Christ. As we move into the authority of Throne Life, we can sometimes think we understand the concept and move out presumptuously.
The fruit of eating of the Tree of the Knowledge of Good and Evil is the carnal minds temptation to move independently of God. Throne Life is eating of the Tree of Life. For our exercise of Throne Life to be effective we must always move in the reality of our union with Christ. Our authority is grasped and appropriated as we wait upon the Lord.
Isaiah 40:29-31
He gives power to the weak, and to those who have no might He increases strength. Even the youths shall faint and be weary, and the young men shall utterly fall,
But those who wait on the Lord shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings like eagles, they shall run and not be weary, they shall walk and not faint.
The maturing believer will not be quick to speak to the mountains that loom before him or her. Getting quiet in the presence of the Father and sealing our instructions is of great value in releasing the authority of the Throne. As we partner with the Lord in administering His Kingdom dominion we are enabled to speak with an authority beyond ourselves. He gives His power to the weak and to those who have no might. “Not by might, nor by power, but by My Spirit says the Lord.”
A Fresh Insight
While I was preparing to bring a message on the authority of our words, I was meditating in some of the verses that speak about this aspect of faith.
Mark 11:23
For assuredly, I say to you, whoever says to this mountain, ‘Be removed and be cast into the sea,’ and does not doubt in his heart, but believes that those things he says will be done, he will have whatever he says.
As I was pondering the meaning of this and similar verses, the Holy Spirit brought to mind a passage in Zechariah.
Zechariah 4:6-7
So he answered and said to me:
“This is the word of the Lord to Zerubbabel: ‘Not by might nor by power, but by My Spirit,’ says the Lord of hosts.
‘Who are you, O great mountain?
Before Zerubbabel you shall become a plain! And he shall bring forth the capstone with shouts of ‘Grace, grace to it!’’”
To be honest, this Scripture had always been a little obscure to me. I was not sure what it meant. But the Holy Spirit illuminated it to me. I had previously understood that grace is more than unmerited favor. Grace is freely given divine empowerment! It is ability. Paul exhorts Timothy to be empowered by the grace that is in Christ Jesus. (2 Timothy 2:141)
So as I contemplated the verses, I saw that moving mountains was not by might, nor by the power of human ability or determination, but solely by the Holy Spirit’s anointing. What do we call the Holy Spirit coming upon an individual to empower him or her to accomplish a task? Grace!
So waiting on the Lord to fully recognize our dependence on the Holy Spirit enables us to partner with the Father and speak “Grace, grace” to our mountains. We acknowledge our utter dependence on the Holy Spirit and then trust that He will anoint our faith-filled words to make a plain out of the looming mountain that seeks to hinder the accomplishment of the will of God in our lives. All that we do, we do in the name of Jesus.
Proverbs 3:5-6
Trust the Lord with all your heart, and do not rely on your own understanding.
In all your ways acknowledge him, and he will make your paths smooth.
Isaiah 40:4
Every valley shall be exalted and every mountain and hill brought low; the crooked places shall be made straight and the rough places smooth.
As we trust in the Lord with all our heart and recognize our dependence on Him, we can speak to the mountains of opposition in our lives. God will smooth out the path before us – every mountain and hill will be brought low. He promises to make smooth our path.
We must, however, guard our hearts against the subtle temptation to act independently of the Lord. Apart from Him, we can do nothing. The flesh profits nothing; it is the Spirit that
gives Life. The tendency of the unrenewed mind is to think, “I’ve got the teaching down, now I’ll just speak to every mountain I face.” We should always wait before the Lord and submit our hearts to Him before we speak to the mountain.
Kenneth Hagin shares that though he was raised up from a terminal disease by applying Mark 11: 23-24 he would always prayerfully meditate on these verses (and others) before releasing his faith in a command to the mountain. Hagin would submit his heart to the Father and be assured of the promises before exercising Throne Life. He saw many miracles as a result of speaking to the obstacles in his life.
Paul’s testimony concerning the effectiveness of his ministry confirms his dependence on the grace of God.
1 Corinthians 15:10
But by the grace of God I am what I am, and His grace toward me was not in vain; but I labored more abundantly than they all, yet not I, but the grace of God which was with me.
The Apostle Paul’s ministry was empowered to labor abundantly by the grace of God which was with him. Paul healed the sick, cast out demons and confronted false prophets empowered by the grace of God. He tirelessly worked to see the gospel preached where it had not been preached and to build up the churches he established – all by the power of the Spirit of grace.
As we act in the will of God and follow the leadership of the Holy Spirit we can expect His grace to empower our words of command and the mountains we face to become a plain before us. Remember when you speak to the mountain that you speak empowered by the Holy Spirit in the grace of God.
Job 22:28 NASB
You will also decree a thing, and it will be established for you;
And light will shine on your ways.



Father, I humble myself under Your mighty hand. I partner with You in speaking to the mountains that loom before me. Not by might, nor by power, but by Your Spirit together with the words of my mouth. I speak to the mountains in my life and command them to be cast into the sea. In the name of Jesus My God makes my path smooth. I am trusting in the Lord and leaning on Him. I am authorized by the enthroned Christ to speak to mountains. Be removed and be cast into the sea.



Conclusion
You have read the book. Perhaps you have been challenged by the teaching. Many who hear these truths taught become very excited by the possibilities of Throne Life. Now you must walk it out. Apply your authority to the problems you face. Stand until you see victory. Bring glory to His name!
As you read these great statements of our authority in Christ it may be that many friends came to mind. They would benefit greatly from this teaching. Why not get them a copy of the book? Spread the message of our authority to those who need it but are at a loss about what to do with the many problems in their lives.
