   Memorizing a Katy Pery song would only require an hour of repeated singing. So this means that a bible verse a day would just be a walk in the park.
 
    
 
   But, you might be wondering, “Why can other people memorize tons of phases, even a whole script, without a single sweat?” People differ on how you learn things. Some remember lines by reading it aloud while others feel more convenient writing it down. Some people also use their creative skills to memorize lines. For example, they would draw something that would remind them about a specific formula or incorporate dancing with the poem. The trick is to find your inclination. Maybe the technique you are using does not jive with your learning style. If you have identified that technique/s, you can already memorize anything you want.
 
    
 
   To identify the memorization technique that fits you, the descriptions below will help you discover it. Just choose the number that best describes you as a learner and you can now drive the road to successful memorization.

   What best describes your learning style? (Do not worry if you belong to multiple learning techniques)
 
    
 
   The description number corresponds to the most appropriate learning style for you. Below is a step-by-step guide on how you could memorize bible verses, faster and easier than ever. Now, it is time to get the memorization started.
 
    
 
   Learning Style 1: Reading 
 
   If it is easier for you to memorize things through reading, then these following techniques can guide you through your bible verses memorization.
 
   BIBLE VERSE: “For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;” (Romans 3:24)
 
   Acronyms
 
   Acronyms are abbreviations wherein you use the first letters of the words to form another word.
 
   So by using the bible verse above, make an acronym by taking the initial letters. 
 
   “For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;” (Romans 3:24)
 
   FAHSACSOTGOGR324
 
   Seems odd right? What you have to do next is to group the letters so that it will be pleasing to the ears. It is up to you on how you create your own sections. Here is an example:
 
   FAH – SAC – SOT –GOG –R324 
 
   Or you can use,
 
   FAH-SACSOT-GOGR-324
 
   Anything can go. it depends on how you can easily memorize the bible verse. Try regrouping the letters and find the best match for you.
 
   Here is another example:
 
   “For by grace are ye saved through faith; and not of yourselves: it is the gift of God.:”
 
   FBGAYSTF; ANOY: IITGOG 
 
    [image: ]After you have deciphered what kind of sectioning you will be memorizing. 
 
    
 
   Try writing it on a piece of paper. It should look like this:
 
    
 
   Now, try reciting the verse by just looking at the acronyms. Repeat it for a couple of times then remove the acronyms. Recite the bible verse again. If you forgot some words, you can peep in your guide and deliver it again. 
 
    
 
   Do this until you have memorized the entire bible verse. If you can already recite it without mistakes, take a break for 2-3 minutes then recite it again. Do this until you have fully memorized it.
 
    
 
   Repetitive Reading
 
   This is the most common way of memorization – read and read until you succeed. If this is an effective technique for you, then do the following steps.
 
   Use this bible verse again.
 
   “For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;” (Romans 3:24)
 
   Chop this down into sections. 
 
   L1 - “For all have sinned,”
 
   L2 - “And come short of”
 
   L3 - “The glory of God;”
 
   Read L1 5x.
 
   Then read L1 + L2 5x.
 
   Lastly, read the whole phrase 5times. (L1 + L2 + L3)
 
   In this way, you can clearly remember the whole verse because of repetitive reading. The key to this technique is just plain repetition. 
 
   


 
   
  
 



Learning Style 2: Kinesthetic 
 
   Kinesthetic learners want to be an active participant of the verse to be memorized meaning, they like doing actions, gestures, dances, etc. Anything that makes them involved.
 
   BIBLE VERSE: “For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;” (Romans 3:24)
 
   The Memorization Process:
 
    
 
   Technique 1:
 
    
    	Find an open space. A patio or a garden is a more suitable place for you.
 
    	Associate actions with the words in the bible verse. Here is an example.
 
   
 
   For all – Place your arms in front of you in an open position.
 
   Have sinned – bow down your head
 
   And come short – kneel
 
   Of the glory of God – lift your head slowly
 
   (These actions might seem exaggerated only for the use of example. You can create your own ways on how you could remember each line. This could not be limited through gestures and actions. You can dance or hold an object. It all depends on your preference.)
 
    
    	Repeat the verse aloud and make the gestures with each word you utter.
 
   
 
   This lips and body coordination will help you grasp the meaning of the verse easily.
 
    
 
   Technique 2:
 
   If you do not want gestures or actions, then you can just walk while you are reciting the verse. Keep on walking, back and forth until you can already recite it without mistakes.
 
   


 
   
  
 



Learning Style 3: Visual
 
   Visually inclined people love to satisfy their eyes through color, drawing, art, posters, and diagrams - anything that tickles their imagination through observing and looking. So if you are a visual learner, these are the techniques you can use to easily memorize the bible verses.
 
   BIBLE VERSE: “For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;” (Romans 3:24)
 
   Before you start the memorization, make sure that you are in place with no distractions, like TV or running dogs, anything that will catch your attention. You may wish to go in a room where you can concentrate on memorizing the bible verses.
 
    
 
   Technique #1: Write and Rewrite
 
   This is a simple technique. You just have to write the verse on a piece of paper and rewrite it repeatedly until you have memorized it. You can use a page from a notebook or a white board. Rewriting the bible verses for 30 to 40 times will do.
 
    
 
   Technique #2: Index Cards and Posters
 
    [image: ]Since you can easily remember things through seeing, try making flash cards or posters. Make it as colorful as you want. Bold the letters that you want to emphasize. Here is a good example:
 
    
 
    [image: ]The highlighted words are the most important parts of the bible verse. It gives the meaning of the verse. So when you read it,
 
    
 
   This gives you the summary of the bible verse.
 
   After making your poster, you can place this somewhere that is very accessible - place where you can easily see it and read it. 
 
   Tip:
 
   You can place drawings on your bible verses. For example, you want to interpret the bible verse John 3:16. You can post a picture of a cross. This will remind you that God has given His Son to save you from sins. 
 
   The poster may look like this:
 
   “For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.” (John 3:16)
 
   You can use any image and symbol you want as long that it will help you remember the bible verse.
 
    
 
   Technique #3: Fill in the Blanks
 
   Find a friend or a family member who can help you with this.
 
    
    	 [image: ]In a sheet of paper, write the bible verse. (or if you have a white board, then it would be easier to erase the words.)
 
    	Read it 5 times.
 
    	After that, let your friend or family member erase a few words for you.
 
   
 
    [image: ] 
 
   4. Fill out the blanks.
 
   5. Then let your friend or family member erase more words until you can full write the whole bible verse without any mistake.
 
   Here are longer bible verses. Try doing the technique above.
 
    
 
   Bible Verse 1: “If we walk in the light as He Himself is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus His Son cleanses us from all sin.” (1 John 1:7)
 
    
 
   Bible Verse 2: “If we confess our sins, He is faithful and righteous to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.” (1 John 1:9)
 
    
 
   Bible Verse 3: “These things I have spoken to you in figurative language; an hour  is coming when I will speak no more to you in figurative language, but will tell you plainly of the Father.” (John 16:25)
 
    
 
   Bible Verse 4: “The one who loves his brother abides in the light and there is no cause for stumbling in him.”(1 John 2:10)
 
    
 
   Bible Verse 5: “God has not given us a spirit of timidity (fear) but of power and love and discipline.” (2 Timothy 1:7)
 
    
 
   With practice, you will definitely memorize these bible verses as quick as ever.
 
   


 
   
  
 



Learning Style 4: Auditory
 
    Auditory learners are musically inclined. They can easily memorize through singing or by merely listening. Here are the techniques you can use.
 
   BIBLE VERSE: “For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;” (Romans 3:24)
 
    
 
   Technique 1: Music and Singing
 
   Some people can memorize verses by embedding it in a simple tune. Singing it repeatedly helps with the memorization process. So here is how you can do it.
 
    
    	Pick any song you like. You can choose from a variety of hymns. As an example, here are the chords of the song Amazing Grace.
 
   
 
    [image: ]If you know how to play the guitar, slowly strum and pace it with the lyrics.
 
    
    	Replace the lyrics with the bible verse.
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	 [image: ]Sing it repeatedly until you have memorized it.
 
   
 
    
 
   Technique 2: Recording and Listening
 
   Another technique is by recording your voice. 
 
    
    	Get a voice recorder or any gadget that can record, even a short verse.
 
    	Put on the record mode.
 
    	Put the microphone close to your mouth.
 
    	Say each word clearly.
 
   
 
   “For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of God;” (Romans 3:24)
 
    
    	Say this five times with a short pause every time you finish each verse.
 
    	Turn the record mode off, then click play.
 
    	If you have earphones, it would be easier for you to memorize the bible verse. Set the playback mode into repeat so that the recorded bible verse will be the only audio that will play.
 
    	Listen to it until you have fully memorized it. You can even play it before you sleep. This is an effective way of bible verse retention.
 
   
 
   


 
   
  
 



In a Nutshell
 
   Learning styles are very important in the memorization process because people differ from one another. This helps with quicker memory retention. If you have discovered the learning skill that best fits you, you can already memorize any passage in the bible and shorter bible verses will be easier as ever.
 
   Here are some things to remember:
 
    
    	Find your learning style, if still don’t know what it is, try doing all the techniques and assess the most effective technique for you.
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	When you memorize, try doing it when you are not tired. It is advised to memorize bible verses during the morning when you wake up. This serves as you day’s guide. If you are too busy in the morning, try memorizing it at night before you sleep.
 
   
 
    
 
    
 
    
    	If you have a free time, try reciting the bible verses you have memorized. For example, in a week, you have already memorized 7 bible verses, try reciting them one by one. This will also help you refresh the bible verses every now and then.
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	Memorization of bible verses also requires understanding of the word meaning you should also know it by heart. If there is one special instance that you needed help from God, then try reading a verse or two. It will guide you for your daily journey.
 
   
 
    
 
    
 
    
    	Sometimes, you need a specific bible verse but you cannot seem to find it especially when you are stressed and exhausted. Try jotting them down in a notebook – one that will shelter all your favorite bible verses. In this way, you can access them easily.
 
   
 
    
 
   With these reminders in mind, you can already memorize any bible verse you wish.
