DOOR and GOOD
SHEPHERD


Jesus therefore said to them
again, “Truly, truly, I say to you, I am the door of the sheep. All who
came before Me are thieves and robbers, but the sheep did not hear them. I
am the door; if anyone enters through Me, he shall be saved, and shall go
in and out, and find pasture. The thief comes only to steal, and kill, and
destroy; I came that they might have life, and might have it abundantly. I
am the good shepherd; the good shepherd lays down His life for the sheep.
He who is a hireling, and not a shepherd, who is not the owner of the sheep,
beholds the wolf coming, and leaves the sheep, and flees, and the wolf snatches
them, and scatters them. He flees because he is a hireling, and is not
concerned about the sheep. I am the good shepherd; and I know My own,
and My own know Me, even as the Father knows Me and I know the Father; and I
lay down My life for the sheep. And I have other sheep which are not of this
fold; I must bring them also, and they shall hear My voice; and they shall
become one flock with one shepherd. For this reason the Father loves Me,
because I lay down My life that I may take it again. No one has taken it away
from Me, but I lay it down on My own initiative. I have authority to lay it
down, and I have authority to take it up again. This commandment I received
from My Father.” John 10:7-18


He who enters by the door is
a shepherd of the sheep. John 10:2


Jesus, we thank You for
being the door and the good shepherd. We thank You for laying down your life
for us. Thank You for calling, leading, guiding and giving us abundant life.


HIGH PRIEST


Therefore, holy brethren,
partakers of a heavenly calling, consider Jesus, the Apostle and High Priest
of our confession; He was faithful to Him who appointed Him. Hebrews 3:1-2a


Therefore, since we have a
great high priest who has passed through the heavens, Jesus the Son of
God, let us hold fast our confession.  Hebrews 4:14


So also Christ did not glorify
Himself so as to become a high priest, but He who said to Him, “You are
My son, today, I have begotten You”; just as He says also in another passage,
“You are a priest forever according to the order of Melchizedek” Hebrews
5:5-6


For when God made the promise
to Abraham, since He could swear by no one greater, He swore by Himself,
saying, "I WILL SURELY BLESS YOU AND I WILL SURELY MULTIPLY YOU." And
so, having patiently waited, he obtained the promise. For men swear by one greater
than themselves, and with them an oath given as confirmation is an end of every
dispute. In the same way God, desiring even more to show to the heirs of the
promise the unchangeableness of His purpose, interposed with an oath, so that
by two unchangeable things in which it is impossible for God to lie, we who
have taken refuge would have strong encouragement to take hold of the hope set
before us. This hope we have as an anchor of the soul, a hope both sure and
steadfast and one which enters within the veil, where Jesus has entered as a
forerunner for us, having become a high priest forever according to the
order of Melchizedek.  Hebrews 6:13-20


Great High Priest, we thank
you for tearing the veil which separated us, for canceling the debt of sin
against us, for stopping hostility by disarming the rulers and authorities,
stopping the world forces of darkness and spiritual forces of wickedness in the
heavenly realm. You have triumphed over our enemies and made a public spectacle
of them. Great High Priest, we thank You for making a way for us before the
Father.


JESUS CHRIST


For the wages of sin is death,
but the free gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.
Romans 6:23

For today in the city of David
there has been born for you a Savior, who is Christ the Lord. Luke 2:11

through us.

And
