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INTRODUCTION 



YOU ARE A SAINT! 
 

How do you see yourself?

Do you regard yourself as a saint today?

Each of us acts on the basis of how we see ourselves. Our opinion of self directs and focuses our behavior every hour of every day. If we have a faulty self-image—which is having any self-image other than what God says about us—we behave in a way that is contrary to God’s highest purposes and plan for our lives.

Not only is having a correct self-image important to the way we make personal choices, deal with crises and problems, and approach various tasks and challenges in life, but a correct self-image impacts the way we deal with other people.

Jesus taught that we are to love our neighbors as we love ourselves. In other words, we are to love, appreciate, regard, value, and treat others in the same way that we love, appreciate, regard, value, and treat ourselves. If we do not love ourselves in an appropriate way, we cannot love others as God desires for us to love them. A healthy, God-based self-image is vital if we are going to relate to others in a truly Christlike way.

The Basis for Your Sainthood 
 

The Bible says that those who believe in Christ Jesus and who have accepted Him as their Savior and are seeking to follow Him as their Lord are saints. Each of us must choose to believe what the Bible says. Do you believe today that you are a saint?

Being a saint is not based upon how you feel. Most of us do not feel like saints at any given hour on any given day. Feelings come and go. Emotions rise and fall. What we feel is often highly unpredictable, and emotions are certainly not a basis for making decisions about one’s identity. For some people, an unruly hairdo or a spilled cup of coffee can ruin a day emotionally. No—emotions are not the basis on which we conclude that we are saints.

Being a saint is not based upon how much we understand about sainthood. Few people can truly say that they understand fully what it means to be a follower of Christ. None of us can fully explain the mystery of why God would choose to love us, forgive us, extend mercy and grace to us, or send His Son to die for us on the cross. A finite mind can never understand the infinite wisdom and power of almighty God. No—understanding is not the basis on which we conclude we are saints.

Being a saint is also not based upon what others say about us. You may have had people say to you, “Oh, you are a real saint!” when what they really mean is, “You are truly a kind person, a noble person, a generous person, or a helpful person.” From the biblical point of view, sainthood has nothing to do with what a person does in the form of good works or kind gestures. Sainthood is bestowed upon those who believe in Christ on the basis of what Jesus Christ has done. The opinions of others are irrelevant and of no consequence.

So what qualifies a person to be a saint? Only one thing is required: that a person accept—receive, believe, and personally embrace—the sacrificial, atoning death of Jesus Christ on the cross. Our relationship with Jesus Christ is what qualifies us to be saints. Nothing else is required.

Within the concept of sainthood, however, we find a number of other truths. What does it truly mean to be a saint? How do saints live out their lives? What do saints do? These are the questions that are at the heart of this Bible study. When you acknowledge that you are a saint—a believer in Jesus Christ— you are only at the starting point for discovering who you are in Christ.

A “Right” Self-Esteem 
 

We hear a great deal about self-esteem today. Countless books have been written on the subject and nearly all of them are aimed at helping a person raise low self-esteem to achieve a good self-esteem.

Too High. People tend to fall into two broad categories. First, there are some who have self-esteem that is too high. This is a relatively small percentage of people, in my opinion, especially since many of those who act as if they think too highly of themselves are actually masking a low self-image. The person with too-high self-esteem is a person who is proud, arrogant, has no regard for others, and who is totally self-centered. Such a person believes that the entire universe revolves around himself or herself. He or she has very little, if any, use for God. Too-high self-esteem leads a person to conclude, “I can make it on my own if everybody else will just get out of my way.”The “Big I” operates in full force.

Too Low. Second, there are those who have self-esteem that is too low, which seems to include a large percentage of people, in my opinion. Most people look around and conclude, “I’m not good enough; I’m not capable enough; I’m not valuable; I’m worthless.” They see themselves as without purpose or desirability. They cannot comprehend that another person might love them or count them as valuable, much less that God can love them.

In many cases, those with too-low self-esteem adopt a false humility—false in that their humility is not before God but, rather, before others. They say, “I can’t do what you can do; I can’t succeed as much as that person can succeed; I couldn’t possibly be as effective as another person in this role or in doing that job or ministry.” In their low self-esteem they become doormats for others to walk upon, and in the end, they often are frustrated, discouraged, depressed, and without hope for their futures.

What we don’t often realize about people with too-low self-esteem is that they also see the world through the filter of their own self and their own lack of ability. They are just as guilty of the “Big I” syndrome as those with too-high self-esteem.

The Error of Comparison 
 

There is one great error that people with both too-low and too-high self-esteem make. They are comparing themselves to others. God never calls us to compare ourselves with anyone! We each have been given a unique, one-of-a kind, irreplaceable purpose in God’s plan. We have been created as we are by a loving God who desires for us to fulfill the purpose that He has for our lives. It is when we compare ourselves to others that we say, “I’m not like that person” and then conclude, “I’m not as good” or in some cases, “I’m so much better.”

Comparison separates and divides us from one another, but of even greater consequence is the fact that comparison leads us to false conclusions about ourselves and, therefore, faulty behavior.

When we think we are better than others, we treat them as inferior, unworthy, or as failures. When we think we are not as good or valuable as others, we treat them with undue deference, resentment, frustration, and envy. Both sets of behavior keep us from loving others fully or appreciating the fullness of who God made them to be.

“Right” Self-Esteem 
 

What God calls us to is neither a too-high or too-low self-esteem. He does not deal in terms of high self-esteem being “good” self-esteem. God wants us to have a right self-esteem. A correct self-image can never be rooted in comparison with others. It can never be concluded on the basis of what others think about us, say to us, or even the way we feel about our-viii selves. A correct self-image is based upon what God says about us in His Word.

Correct self-esteem is totally opposite to the “Big I” syndrome. Correct self-esteem says that I do not know myself fully . . . but God does. Correct self-esteem says that I cannot determine my own goodness or achieve my own forgiveness and righteousness . . . but I can accept what Jesus Christ has done on my behalf, and, therefore, become who God enables me to be by the power of the Holy Spirit dwelling in me. Correct self-esteem concludes that I do not have the ability to love others unconditionally in my own strength . . . but that I can love others as God helps me to love them.

What God says about our identity is generally totally opposite to what the world says. The world says, “You have to make your own success.” God says, “Have a relationship with Me, trust Me, and I will give you total fulfillment and satisfaction.”The world says, “If you don’t make your own way and proclaim your own greatness, you’ll be run over or disregarded by others.” God says, “The greatest among you will become the servant of all, and in that, I will be well pleased with you.”The world says, “Get all you can so you can become all you are.” God says, “Give away all that you can so that you can gain your own soul.”

God’s desire for us is that we look to Him for our self-definition and for our identity.

Perhaps the most important question we each can ask ourselves at the outset of this study is this: To whom am I looking for my self-identity, my self-image, my self-worth, my self-definition?

 Are you relying on your parents? Many people are still listening to “old tapes” of what their parents said to them when they were children. Some of those tapes are faulty!

Are you relying on a spouse, other family members, or friends to define you? If so, you need to recognize that their understanding of you is limited—and in some cases, they really don’t know the real you at all! Their motives in defining you may not always be pure; their love may not always be unconditional.

 Are you relying on a boss, a teacher, or another person in a position of authority to define you? If so, that person neither knows you fully nor has the ability to see into either your past or your future clearly and with absolute wisdom.

The only reliable source of accurate, wise, eternal information about you is God. He alone loves you unconditionally, understands you fully, and knows the fullness of purpose that He has built into your life and that He will help bring to pass as you trust Him.

If you are ever going to discover your true identity in Christ Jesus—if you are going to discover fully what it means to be a saint—you must turn to God and to God’s Word.

I encourage you to reflect on these questions as you prepare for this study:

• In what ways have you been relying upon others to give you a sense of self-worth or to define your identity?
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• What is it that you believe God desires for you to understand about your identity as a believer?

A FRESH LOOK AT 

YOUR IDENTITY AS 

A BELIEVER 
 

Every person has an outlook on the world and on life—a way of looking at things, valuing things, judging things. We need to recognize that our perspective is something we have learned. Many of us may have adopted a wrong understanding about certain things, including the identity we have as believers in Christ Jesus.

I have found in my years of ministry that many Christians don’t truly know who they are in Christ. They have misconceptions about why God forgives, what salvation means to our life on this earth, and about who God has called them to be.

In order to gain the right perspective on our identity as believers—indeed, on our full identity as human beings—we need to go to the Word of God and stay there. Various books on self-esteem and self-worth may be helpful to some, but only if the foundation of self-identity is firmly established on what the Word of God says. The Bible is God’s foremost communication on the subject of self-esteem and self-identity. It is the reference to which we must return continually to discover who we are, and, on the basis of who we are, how we are to respond to life’s situations and to other people. Our perspective is wrong any time it doesn’t match up with God’s eternal truth.

 As you work your way through this study guide, I encourage you to look up the references that are cited and to make notes about them in the margins of your Bible. It is far more important that you write God’s insights in your Bible, which you read regularly, than to write in this book, although places are provided for you to make notes.

Keys to This Study 
 

You will be asked at various points to respond to the material presented by answering one or more of these questions:

1.What new insights have you gained?


2. Have you ever had a similar experience?


3. How do you feel about this?


4. In what way are you feeling challenged to act?


Insights 
 

A spiritual insight occurs when you read a passage of Scripture and the meaning of that passage suddenly becomes crystal clear to you, or you have new understanding about the passage and how it applies to your life. You may have studied, read, or meditated on that particular passage many times. But then, God reveals a new level of meaning to you. That’s a spiritual insight.

Ask God to give you insights. I believe He will answer that prayer and give you insights every time you read His Word.

Insights are usually personal, and they often relate to a particular experience you have had in the past or that you are currently going through. In this way, God’s Word is always timely, even as it is eternal.

I encourage you to make notes about your insights. You’ll be able to review your insights later in the light of still other Scriptures that you read or that the Lord brings to your mind. You’ll also have your insights more readily available for sharing with others as opportunities arise. Most people discover that they experience more insights if they are looking and listening for them in an intentional, focused way.

From time to time, you will be asked in this study guide to note what specific passages of the Bible say to you. That will be your opportunity to record your insights.

Experiences 
 

We each come to God’s Word from a unique background. What you read is filtered to a degree by your past experiences— the same thing is true for every person in your study group. Every person seems to have times when he says, “I know that particular truth in the Bible is real because of what happened to me.”

To a degree, we each are what we have experienced—we are the product of our past environments, relationships, situations, and events. For many people, self-esteem and self-identity are directly related to specific events and experiences in the past. 

What we are challenged to do as believers is to see God’s hand at work in all things. Romans 8:28 tells us, “We know that all things work together for good to those who love God, to those who are the called according to His purpose.” It is as we begin to believe that God can use any experience for our ultimate and eternal good, that even the worst experiences in our past take on new meaning.

The more we see the Bible as relating to our personal experiences, the more the Bible confirms, encourages, challenges, and convicts us as to who we are and how, therefore, we are to live our lives in the future. Just as our past experiences determine to a degree what we think about ourselves, so what we believe about ourselves determines to a degree our future experiences. It is as we come to see the Bible directly impacting and relating to our personal lives, and as we begin to make choices to conform our lives to what the Bible says, that we experience the renewal of our minds and grow in our ability to reflect Christ to the world.

God’s Word is universal, as well as individual and personal, and there isn’t anything we experience as human beings that isn’t addressed by the Bible in one or more ways. The Bible is about people and about God’s relationship to people—set in the context of time and experiences. The Bible tells us how God works in and through situations to speak to people and to build a relationship with them. It is the richest resource possible for discovering meaning in all of life’s many events and situations.

As you share your experiences in your journey of faith, you will grow spiritually. Even if you are doing this study on your own, I encourage you to talk to others about your faith experiences. Most people discover that as they share faith experiences they grow in their understanding of how God is working in their lives and how He uses experiences to mold us into the image of Christ Jesus.

Emotional Responses 
 

Just as we have unique sets of experiences, we also have our own emotional responses to God’s Word. No one emotional response is right or more valid than another. One person may be frightened or puzzled by what he reads, another may feel relief or joy.

The fact is, the Bible has an emotional impact on us. What we read in the Bible sometimes moves us to tears. At other times we may feel great elation, sorrow, hope, longing, love, surprise, or conviction. God made us as human beings to have emotions, and He expects us to have an emotional response to His Word, just as we have an emotional response to Him and to other people, books, movies, plays, and situations.

Face your emotional responses to the Bible honestly. Learn to share your emotions with others.

As you share life experiences and your emotions related to God’s Word, keep in mind that neither our experiences nor our emotions make the Bible true. The Bible is truth, period. The reason we look at our experiences and identify our feelings is so that we might face our lives honestly in the light of God’s truth. It is as we take a look at our feelings that we often see how the Lord is working in us and how He may desire for us to pursue additional avenues of study. For example, if you are puzzled by what you read, and if you recognize that you are perplexed, you will likely want to know why you feel that way. Your emotional response can lead you to find answers that you might not originally have intended to seek out. Or, if you feel fear or sorrow at what you read, and if you are honest about those emotions, you are more likely to search out the reasons for your fear or sorrow. You may uncover areas in your own past, or misteachings you have had about God’s Word, that have impacted your self-identity and self-worth.

Allow the Scriptures to touch you emotionally. See your emotions as a springboard for moving into a deeper relationship with the Lord.

Do not, however, allow feelings expressed in a group study to sidetrack you from your purpose, which is a study of God’s Word. Do not become so introspective about feelings that you allow feelings to become the focus of your conversation. Always bring feelings back into line with what the Bible says. Do not allow your group study to become a group-therapy type of session. Stay in the Word.

Challenges 
 

God intends for us to be challenged by His Word each and every day of our lives. He has a purpose in communicating with us. He wants us always to be growing more and more like His Son, Jesus Christ. Real growth comes not in merely understanding God’s Word, but in applying it. As James wrote, “Be doers of the word, and not hearers only” ( James 1:22).

Perhaps more so in a study of self-identity than in any other study, you are going to be confronted repeatedly with an opportunity to readjust the way you think about yourself. You may find yourself saying often, “I know that’s what God’s Word says, but that isn’t how I have thought about myself” or, “I now know what God says about me—how can I change the way I think about myself ?” Statements such as those lie at the starting point of change and growth. Don’t back away from the challenge!

As you read and study God’s Word, pinpoint and define, as best you can, specific areas in which you believe God is challenging you to change the perspective you have about yourself. Ask yourself often, “What is the next step God has for me to take? How can I begin to walk in and to manifest this change of thinking that God desires for me to have about myself ?”

God desires to get you into His Word so He can get His Word into you, and in turn, so that you can share His Word with others. Many people discover in Bible study that almost immediately after they have confronted a new biblical truth, they have an opportunity to share that truth with another person in the form of loving encouragement or edification. For example, it may be a new idea to you to think of yourself as a saint. You may feel challenged at that idea and begin to ask, “How do I respond to life as a saint? What does God desire for me to do as a saint?” Even as you are in the process of answering those questions, don’t be surprised if you have an opportunity to encourage another believer in the next few days or weeks by saying to that person, “Did you know that as a believer in Christ Jesus, you are a saint?”What God triggers in you is nearly always something that God also desires to trigger in other people.

As you have opportunities to discuss and share the very things you are learning in this study, be aware that God is a master of timing! Nothing is mere coincidence or happenstance with God.

Also be aware that as you experience changes in your self-identity— the definition you have of yourself and the perspective you have on life—your behavior is going to change, sometimes subtly and sometimes dramatically. Others are going to see these changes in you and are likely to ask you about them. Use the questions that others ask as an opportunity to be bold in sharing how the Lord is working in your life.

 If you do not have somebody with whom to discuss your insights, experiences, emotions, and challenges, find somebody. Perhaps you can start a Bible study in your home. Perhaps you can talk to your pastor about organizing Bible study groups in your church. There is much to be learned on your own. There is much more to be learned as you become part of a small group that desires to grow in the Lord and to understand His Word more fully.

Keep the Bible Central 
 

As you meet with others to study your identity in Christ, stay focused on what the Bible says. Let the Bible speak for itself. Don’t get sidetracked by opinions or personal ideas. Commentaries have their place, but ultimately the Bible is a spiritual book that reflects the unfathomable riches of God’s own Spirit.

Come to God’s Word as if it is a banquet table from which you can eat to satisfy the full longing of your spirit for the things of God. Come expecting to have God’s Word change you and cause you to develop, grow, and be equipped for the fullness of the plan and purpose God has for you. Come expecting to find your true identity in the Bible—your eternal identity, your spiritual identity.

If you are doing a personal Bible study, be diligent in keeping your focus on God’s Word. Self-analysis or personal recovery is not the goal. Becoming more like Jesus Christ is the goal. All of our personal identity is ultimately related to and must be conformed to the likeness of Him. Approach your study with a genuine desire to discover yourself in Christ. 

Prayer 
 

I encourage you strongly to begin and end each Bible study session in prayer. Ask God to give you spiritual eyes to see what He wants you to see and spiritual ears to hear what He wants to say to you. Ask Him to bring to your mind experiences that relate to what you read, to help you clarify your feelings, and to give you new insights. Ask Him to reveal to you what He desires for you to be, say, and do.

As you end a Bible study session, ask the Lord to imprint on your heart what you have learned so you will never forget it. Ask Him to transform you into the likeness of His Son as you meditate on His Word and apply it to your daily life. Ask Him to give you courage to do what He is calling you to do. Pray for boldness to be faithful in your walk with Him and to give witness about the Lord’s healing and transforming power at every opportunity presented to you.

• What new insights about your identity as a believer in Christ Jesus are you hoping to gain from this study?
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• Have you struggled in the past with issues related to your own self-identity, self-worth, or self-esteem? Have you experienced God’s forgiveness in your life? Have you opened yourself up to the power of the Holy Spirit to transform you? Have you faced the fact that God’s Word may present an “image” of you that you do not presently have about yourself? 
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• How do you feel about facing your own identity in Christ? 
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• Are you open to the possibility that God may desire to change some things about the way you see yourself or the perspective that you presently have on life?
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TWO 
 

IN CHRIST 
 

Most Christians today do not seem to know who they are. If you ask a person, “Who are you?” he or she is likely to respond with their name and then give you their place of employment or the name of a spouse or other relative as part of their identification.

One woman once said to me, “I’m Jane, wife of Tom, mother of Sally and Dennis, daughter of George and Ruth.” She then went on to tell me the name of the company for which she worked. When I asked her, “But who are you as a Christian?” she stared at me blankly and finally said, “Well, I’m a member of your church!”

Many people give the name of a denomination or specific church for their identity as a Christian. Some believe their identity as a Christian can be summed up by saying, “I’m baptized,” “I’m a regular churchgoer” or, “I’ve been saved for twenty-two years.”

More than any other single factor, what you believe about yourself as a Christian determines your self-identity and your self-esteem. Our identity and esteem are not a matter of who we know, what kind of car we drive, where we work, which neighborhood we live in, or the friends or relatives we have. Our identity and esteem as believers are to flow from the relationship we have with God through Christ Jesus, His Only begotten Son.

It is critically important today that we know who we are in Christ. It is only when we know who we are that we can properly discern 

• how we are to respond—in virtually any situation.


• how we are to make decisions—in the face of virtually any problem, need, challenge, or opportunity.


• how we are to answer virtually any question posed to us.


• how we are to treat other people.


• how we are to schedule our priorities in life.


• how we are to witness about Jesus Christ.


Our identity is equally critical to the way we feel about ourselves, the hope we have for our own future, and the degree to which we believe we can or should develop our individual talents, skills, and abilities.

• Who are you? How do you define yourself to others? In what ways do you feel challenged as you attempt to describe yourself? 
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More than any person apart from Jesus Christ, the apostle Paul was most concerned about the true identity of the believer. And Paul’s foremost statement about the believer’s identity can be summed up in two words: “in Christ.”

Notice the number of times Paul used this phrase, “in Christ,” in the first part of his letter to the Ephesians. In fact, as you read through this passage, I invite you to circle all of the times you find the phrases “in Christ,” “in Him,” “in Himself,” “in the Beloved” (who is Christ), and “in whom” (when it refers to Christ)!

Paul, an apostle of Jesus Christ by the will of God, To the saints who are in Ephesus, and faithful in 


Christ Jesus:


Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.


Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places in Christ, just as He chose us in Him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and without blame before Him in love, having predestined us to adoption as sons by Jesus Christ to Himself, according to the good pleasure of His will, to the praise of the glory of His grace, by which He made us accepted in the Beloved.


In Him we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of His grace which He made to abound toward us in all wisdom and prudence, having made known to us the mystery of His will, according to His good pleasure which He purposed in Himself, that in the dispensation of the fullness of the times He might gather together in one all things in Christ, both which are in heaven and which are on earth—in Him.


In Him also we have obtained an inheritance, being predestined according to the purpose of Him who works all things according to the counsel of His will, that we who first trusted in Christ should be to the praise of His glory.


In Him you also trusted, after you heard the word of truth, the gospel of your salvation; in whom also, having believed, you were sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise, who is the guarantee of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, to the praise of His glory. (Eph. 1:1–14) 


• What new insights do you have into this passage of Scripture? 
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Our relationship with Christ is to be the inner motivation for our lives. It is to be our security and our confidence. So many people today are drawing their identity from the name on the label in their dress or the name stitched onto their jeans, rather than drawing their identity from where their name is written: in the Lamb’s Book of Life! We are in Christ. If anyone asks you, “Who are you?” your answer should be this: “I am a believer in Christ Jesus. I am in Christ.”

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Where Were You Before You 

Were in Christ?
 

Where were you before you were in Christ? The Bible says that you were “in Adam.”You were a natural heir of Adam and Eve, the first man and woman created by God, who rebelled against God in their disobedience and who became subject to sin and spiritual death. You were born naturally with a sinful state of heart—your propensity was to sin, your desire was to sin. Nobody ever teaches a little child to steal, lie, or to covet every toy in sight. A child is born with a “me, myself, and I” complex.

Paul described this state of being “in Adam” in this way to the Ephesians:

You He made alive, who were dead in trespasses and sins, in which you once walked according to the course of this world, according to the prince of the power of the air, the spirit who now works in the sons of disobedience, among whom also we all once conducted ourselves in the lusts of our flesh, fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the mind, and were by nature children of wrath, just as the others. (Eph. 2:1–3) 


In your sinful state, you had no way to bring about your own forgiveness or freedom from sin and guilt. No person can earn forgiveness, achieve it, accomplish it, attain it, or succeed in winning it. No person has the authority to say to himself, “You are forgiven.”

A life “in Adam” is a life of darkness—blinded to the truth about God, separated from a relationship with God, and in bondage to sin’s impulses—without genuine freedom to live a righteous life. It is a life headed for eternal death—the ultimate consequence of an unchanged sinful heart.

But Now . . . In Christ!
 

Throughout his epistle, Paul gave a very vivid and complete description of our life “in Adam,” but he never ended the story there. Paul always went on to give the hope and the great contrast of our life now as believers—a life in Christ. He wrote to the Ephesians, “But now in Christ Jesus you who once were far off have been brought near by the blood of Christ” (Eph. 2:13).

He also said this of the transforming mercy, love, and grace of God at work in our lives:

The life we have in Christ was made possible at God’s initiative and at Christ Jesus’ death on the cross. God was motivated by love to save mankind, and He did for man what man could not do for himself—He completely and eternally bridged the gap created by man’s sin so that all who believe in Christ Jesus might be forgiven their sins and experience eternal life. As John wrote in his Gospel:

For God so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in Him should not perish but have everlasting life. For God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world, but that the world through Him might be saved. He who believes in Him is not condemned; but he who does not believe is condemned already, because he has not believed in the name of the only begotten Son of God. (John 3:16–18) 


Believing and accepting the work that Jesus Christ did for us on the cross as being for our personal salvation is all that is required for us to exchange our old identity of being “in Adam” to our new identity of being “in Christ.” It is not only all that is required, but it is the requirement. No substitution for this requirement will work—no amount of good works, no amount of self-help techniques, no amount of thinking good thoughts or striving to be a good person. Paul made it very clear: “For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the gift of God, not of works, lest anyone should boast” (Eph. 2:8–9).

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Our Life in Christ 
 

Throughout the New Testament, we find a number of descriptions about what it means to be made alive “in Christ.”

 Paul wrote this to the Corinthians:

Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new creation; old things have passed away; behold, all things have become new. Now all things are of God, who has reconciled us to Himself through Jesus Christ. (2 Cor. 5:17–18) 


Once we are in Christ, no longer are we to draw from a deposit of previous good works; no longer are we to rely on our old associations and alliances; no longer are we to believe the “old lies” that have been playing in our heads since early childhood that we are worthless, unwanted, or undesirable. We are new creatures with a new life ahead—a life that is totally reconciled to God and is set on a path toward fulfillment and satisfaction in Christ Jesus.

John described our life in Christ as being that of a branch abiding in a vine. He recorded these words of Jesus:

I am the vine, you are the branches. He who abides in Me, and I in him, bears much fruit; for without Me you can do nothing. If anyone does not abide in Me, he is cast out as a branch and is withered; and they gather them and throw them into the fire, and they are burned. If you abide in Me, and My words abide in you, you will ask what you desire, and it shall be done for you. By this My Father is glorified, that you bear much fruit; so you will be My disciples. (John 15:5–8) 


• What new insights do you have into this passage from the Gospel of John about your identity in Christ?
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The person who is in Christ is a person who will have a heart bent toward God. He will be able to receive and enjoy those things that the Lord has reserved exclusively for believers. He will be empowered to live a godly life. He will desire to seek and pursue a life that is marked by the fruit of the Holy Spirit, who lives within the believer, and by a bold witness for Christ Jesus.

What freedom this gives us! We are not destined to receive what we deserved when we were “in Adam”—rather, we are destined to receive what God loves to give us “in Christ”! No more striving, no more climbing the ladder of acceptability, no more performing in hopes of gaining God’s applause. Our new life in Christ is not based upon what we do, but on who we are in Christ.

CHOSEN BY GOD 
 

Are you aware that as a believer in Christ Jesus, you have been chosen by God?

Chosen.What a wonderful word that is! Chosen is a word that automatically speaks to us of value, worthiness, love, and appreciation. To be chosen means that others want to be with us, want to know us, want to spend time with us. Certainly all of those things are true when it comes to God’s choosing to be reconciled to us in Christ Jesus and choosing us as His children. In choosing us, God is saying, “I want to be in a close relationship with you; I want to spend time with you; I want to share Myself with you fully.”

As a believer in Christ Jesus, not only are you a saint in Christ, but you have been chosen by God to have a very special relationship with Him.

The apostle Paul wrote to the Ephesians:

Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places in Christ, just as He chose us in Him before the foundation of the world, that we should be holy and without blame before Him in love. (Eph. 1:3–4, emphasis mine) 


• Think back to an experience in your life when you truly felt “chosen” for something special. How did you feel? How did you respond to being “chosen”?
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• How do you feel about being “chosen” by God to be a saint in Christ Jesus?
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God Does the Choosing 
 

As we study what it means to be chosen by God in Christ Jesus, we must be very certain about one thing: it is God who does the choosing. Paul wrote that “He chose us in Him before the foundation of the world” (Eph. 1:4). In other words, from the very beginning of all things, God planned to be in relationship with you through Christ Jesus. You were always a part of God’s plan and purpose, you were always chosen by God— even before you personally accepted Jesus as your Savior. You have always been a desired child of God.

So many children grow up being told by their parents, “We never really wanted you. You were an accident. You were a ‘surprise.’” The truth from God’s perspective is something entirely different: God always wanted you. You were part of His design and His plan from the foundation of the earth. You were intended, expected, and created by God for precisely this time and for a precise role and purpose. God didn’t say when you were born, “Well, what can I do about this child?” No! God said at your birth, “This is the child I created for this specific time, place, and purpose on the earth!”

Furthermore, Paul wrote that God chose us “according to the good pleasure of His will” (Eph. 1:5). In other words, God created you because it pleased Him to create you.

None of us can ever fathom God’s grace in choosing us. Nothing you ever did or could do put you into a position to be chosen by God. You didn’t say the right things, do the right things, or become the right person. God chose you because He wanted to choose you and because He desired to be in relationship with you. He made a sovereign choice, totally from His own motivation of love and mercy.

“Grace” is the unmerited, undeserved favor of God at work in our lives, and we are the recipients of divine grace! Our being chosen is the act of a loving God, who willed to choose us solely because He gained pleasure in doing so.

Predestined to Be Adopted 
 

In writing to the Ephesians, the apostle Paul conveyed this truth of our being “chosen” by using two very specific terms: predestined and adopted. He said about God the Father, 

He chose us in Him [Christ] before the foundation of the world . . . having predestined us to adoption as sons by Jesus Christ to Himself. (Eph. 1:4–5, emphasis mine) 


Does God make choices? Yes! God chose Israel: “My people, My chosen. / This people I have formed for Myself; / They shall declare My praise” (Isa. 43:20–21).

God chose Jesus to be the Lamb slain from the foundation of the world (Rev. 13:8).

And God chose you to be His person on the earth today.

Many Christians seem divided on the issue of predestination. There are those who advocate “whosoever will,” and they put the emphasis on man’s will to choose to receive God’s love and forgiveness. There are those who advocate “predestined,” and they put the emphasis on God’s will to choose man by pouring out His love and forgiveness as He desires. The fact is—both are correct! The invitation to receive God’s forgiveness is extended to all . . . and the net result is that some are chosen.

This same Paul who spoke so clearly to the Ephesians about our being predestined had this to say about the Hebrew people, who saw themselves as the chosen people of God:

I could wish that I myself were accursed from Christ for my brethren, my countrymen according to the flesh, who are Israelites, to whom pertain the adoption, the glory, the covenants, the giving of the law, the service of God, and the promises; of whom are the fathers and from whom, according to the flesh, Christ came, who is over all, the eternally blessed God. Amen.


But it is not that the word of God has taken no effect. For they are not all Israel who are of Israel, nor are they all children because they are the seed of Abraham . . . Why? Because they did not seek it by faith, but as it were, by the works of the law . . . Brethren, my heart’s desire and prayer to God for Israel is that they may be saved. (Rom. 9:3–7, 32; 10:1) 


Paul was the first to say that not all of Israel, the “chosen people,” were predestined to salvation. He concluded, “Whoever calls on the name of the LORD shall be saved” (Rom. 10:13).

Paul invested his life in preaching the gospel to all with whom he had contact. As he said to the Corinthians:

For though I am free from all men, I have made myself a servant to all, that I might win the more; and to the Jews I became as a Jew, that I might win Jews; to those who are under the law, as under the law, that I might win those who are under the law; to those who are without law, as without law (not being without law toward God, but under law toward Christ), that I might win those who are without law; to the weak I became as weak, that I might win the weak. I have become all things to all men, that I might by all means save some. Now this I do for the gospel’s sake, that I may be partaker of it with you. (1 Cor. 9:19–23, emphasis mine) 


Paul never judged any person as being unworthy of the gospel; he preached that all who heard him might accept God’s forgiveness by faith and experience the fullness of God’s grace in their lives.

This matter of man’s free will and God’s predestined choice is a matter no person can ever fully understand with the mind. It is a matter for believing by faith—for accepting God’s Word as truth and recognizing from our present position as believers in Christ Jesus that we have been chosen by God to be saints in Christ.

One way of looking at this is to see that prior to our salvation and our acceptance of Christ, we each fell into the “whosoever will” category (see John 3:16). After we accept Christ, we find ourselves in the “predestined” category.

Rather than focus on what might have been had you not received God’s forgiveness and accepted Jesus Christ as your Savior, put your focus on who you are as a believer. You are a chosen saint of God, chosen from the foundation of the world.

Our Adoption 
 

Paul further wrote that we were predestined for a very specific role: to be an adopted child of God (see Eph. 1:5).

Adoption in the time Paul was writing was a little different from what it is today. A father in Rome might disown a natural-born child, but a father could not legally disown an adopted child. Adopted children had full rights as a child to all that a father might leave as an inheritance and to the full use of the father’s name. Adoption was highly prized in Rome because it carried with it great legal privileges and societal recognition. In a culture in which natural-born children were often overlooked, discarded, or shut out of a father’s presence, adopted children were conveyed the full rights of “sonship.”

Paul’s goal in writing to the Ephesians was that they understand their position in Christ—God had chosen them to be sons. They were in a privileged position before God!

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Not a Cause for Boasting 
 

You are a chosen saint of God, predestined from the foundation of the world as an adopted child of God. What an awesome identity you have as a believer in Christ!

But is this cause for boasting? Is this fact of our identity a reason to separate ourselves from other people or to think of ourselves more highly than those who are still “in Adam”? No!

 Rather than be a cause for boasting, our identity in Christ as a chosen, adopted child should give us all the more compassion for those who are outside Christ. We should feel ourselves being even more compelled to share the gospel so that others might be among the “whosoever will” and become numbered with us who are chosen. Knowing the great privilege it is to be a chosen child of God, we should seek to bring others into fellowship with us, so that they, too, might be joint heirs with Christ of all things and the recipient of all spiritual blessings!

God hates pride wherever He finds it (see Prov. 16:18). Pride will have no place in heaven. Rather than regard our “chosen” status with pride, we are wise to come humbly before God with praise and thanksgiving at His choosing us, and say to Him, “Abba, Father, thank You for saving me and for choosing me to be Your child.”

It is as we recognize that we are chosen that we then must choose to serve, choose to witness, and choose to praise God with every breath we take.

CHILD 
 

You are not only God’s adopted child, but you are God’s beloved child. His love for you is unconditional and unlimited! 

Many people have a difficult time accepting the love of God. Others accept God’s love, but place conditions on it. Why is it so important that we acknowledge and accept God’s unconditional love as part of our spiritual identity? Because the degree to which we receive unconditional love is directly linked to the degree we are able to give unconditional love to others.

Do you put qualifiers on God’s love?

Do you find yourself “objecting” to the fact that God loves you? If so, you are rejecting a part of your spiritual identity as a believer—the fact that you are the beloved child of God.

• How do you feel when you hear the words,“God loves you”? 
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• Have you had experiences in the past when you have felt the love of God in a significant way?
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Love Is Our Status in Christ 
 

The apostle Paul wrote to the Ephesians that the believer is “accepted in the Beloved” (Eph. 1:6). The “Beloved,” of course, is Christ Jesus. Few would argue that God the Father loved Jesus Christ, His Only begotten Son. It is inconceivable to think that a loving God would not love the Son, a member of the holy Trinity!

As believers, we are “in Christ.” Our entire identity before God the Father is clothed in the righteousness and identity of Jesus Christ. We are part of the Beloved—we are loved because we are in Christ Jesus and God loves Jesus.

The Characteristics of God’s Love 
 

As is the case with God’s mercy, forgiveness, and grace, God’s love pours from His infinite and eternal heart, at God’s will. God chooses to love. He initiates love. He does not “react” to love; He loves first. As John wrote, “We love Him because He first loved us” (1 John 4:19).

Read what the apostle Paul wrote to Titus about God’s love initiative:

But when the kindness and the love of God our Savior toward man appeared, not by works of righteousness which we have done, but according to His mercy He saved us, through the washing of regeneration and renewing of the Holy Spirit, whom He poured out on us abundantly through Jesus Christ our Savior. (Titus 3:4–6) 


We didn’t earn the coming of Jesus Christ. We didn’t “deserve” the death of God’s Son on the cross. We didn’t qualify ourselves to be recipients of God’s kindness, love, or mercy. No! God chose to love us, and He continues to choose to love us.

• Have you had an experience of loving another person unconditionally, even though that person may not have seemed “worthy” of love in the eyes of some people?
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God’s Love Is Everlasting 
 

The Lord spoke these words through the prophet Jeremiah: 

Yes, I have loved you with an everlasting love; Therefore with lovingkindness I have drawn you.


(Jer. 31:3) 


The good news about God’s love is that there is nothing you can do to make God “un-love” you. So many Christians seem to think that when they sin, err, or fall short of God’s plan for their lives, they disappoint God and He ceases to love them— at least temporarily. No! The fact is, there is nothing you have ever done to deserve God’s love. No amount of good works, kindness, perfected personality, or charitable deeds can win God’s love. God chooses to love, and the motivation rests entirely in Him. He loves because He is loving. As John wrote, “God is love” (1 John 4:8). It is God’s nature to love, and His nature does not change or alter according to human behavior. Since there is nothing that you have done, or ever could do, to earn God’s love, there is nothing you can ever do to stop God from loving you, not even for a moment. His love for you is everlasting.

• What insights do you have into the everlasting nature of God’s love for you?
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God Loves What God Creates 
 

When God created you, He loved you. Stated another way, God does not create what God does not love. Everything that God created was perceived by God to be “good”—perfect, whole, valuable, lovable. God doesn’t make junk. He doesn’t make messes. God creates what He considers to be worthy of His love, His tender care, and His eternal presence.

Furthermore, God does not pour out His Spirit on what God does not love. When you accepted Jesus Christ as your Savior, God immediately moved into your life by the power of the Holy Spirit and indwelled your being. God does not reside in a vessel He does not love.

Paul wrote to the Ephesians: “For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it is the gift of God, not of works, lest anyone should boast” (Eph. 2:8–9).

God is in the process of making you and fulfilling you and bringing you to the full purpose of your life. He is transforming you into the likeness of Jesus Christ. And He is doing so with tender and infinite love for you. God is fashioning you and molding you and chiseling you to be the beloved child with whom He desires to live forever.

God loves what God makes—including you!

Nothing Can Separate You from God’s 
 

Just as you, yourself, cannot cause God to stop loving you, so nothing else can keep God from loving you. As a believer in Christ Jesus, no outside force can cause God to stop loving you or separate you from His love. Paul was very clear in writing to the Romans:

Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? Shall tribulation, or distress, or persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? As it is written:


“For Your sake we are killed all day long; 


We are accounted as sheep for the slaughter.”


Yet in all these things we are more than conquerors through Him who loved us. For I am persuaded that neither death nor life, nor angels nor principalities nor powers, nor things present nor things to come, nor height nor depth, nor any other created thing, shall be able to separate us from the love of God which is in Christ Jesus our Lord. (Rom. 8:35–39, emphasis mine) 


• What insights do you have into this passage from Romans 8?
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Our Response to God’s Love 
 

We are to have three responses to God’s love for us.

1. Accept God’s Love 
 

First, we are to acknowledge God’s love and accept it. My prayer for you is the prayer of Paul for the Thessalonians: “Now may the Lord direct your hearts into the love of God” (2 Thess. 3:5). Receive God’s love. Open your heart to God as you pray, “Lord, I know You love me according to the truth of Your Word. Help me to receive Your love fully so that I feel Your loving presence always.”

2. Live in God’s Love 
 

God’s love is part of God’s omnipresent nature—His love is always flowing toward us. In the epistle of Jude we read, “Keep yourselves in the love of God, looking for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ unto eternal life” (Jude 21). John also wrote this: “God is love, and he who abides in love abides in God, and God in him” (1 John 4:16).

As believers in Christ Jesus, we are to nurture our understanding of God’s love and seek to dwell in His love daily. Thank the Lord each morning for His love. Remind yourself often, “God loves me!”

• What insights do you have into how a person might “abide” in God’s love daily?
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3. Love Others 
 

As we fully receive and abide in God’s love, we are to be vessels for God’s love to be poured out to others. Loving others is not just a nice idea. It is a commandment of God. Jesus said,

Experiencing More of God’s Love 
 

Those who abide in God’s love and are always seeking to express God’s love to others are those who, in turn, will experience even more of God’s love in their lives. This does not mean that God loves them more; God’s love is infinite and eternal at all times. Rather, it means that those who seek to abide in love and who are expressing love experience God’s love in their own lives in increasingly profound, meaningful, and joyful ways. Paul wrote about this to the Ephesians:

I bow my knees to the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ . . . that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith; that you, being rooted and grounded in love, may be able to comprehend with all the saints what is the width and length and depth and height—to know the love of Christ which passes knowledge; that you may be filled with all the fullness of God. (Eph. 3:14, 17–19) 


If you truly desire to feel more of God’s love and to grow in your love relationship with God, receive God’s love by faith, choose to abide in God’s love daily, and seek always as many ways as possible to show God’s love to others. What you give of God’s love will be what you receive back—in multiplied form!

REDEEMED 
 

Are you living today knowing fully that you are redeemed? 

Do you have the identity of a person who has been freed of sin’s bondage?

Do you truly feel fully and forever forgiven?

A good number of Christians today say they have been forgiven of all their sins, but they often say this with a small question mark in their voices—they are hoping they are forgiven fully rather than knowing with certainty that they are forgiven.

 Others believe that their sins have been forgiven, but they continue to struggle with sin, and they wonder if their ongoing struggle means that they were not fully forgiven—they have questions about whether they can ever be free of sinful desires and old sinful habits.

The apostle Paul wrote to the Ephesians this wonderful statement about their identity as believers in Christ:

In Him we have redemption through His blood, the forgiveness of sins, according to the riches of His grace. (Eph. 1:7) 


In this lesson we will deal with our true identity as those who have been “redeemed by the blood of Christ Jesus.”

• Have you had experiences that led you to wonder if God had truly forgiven you of your sin nature? Have you had experiences in which you struggled with an ongoing desire to sin? 
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• How do you feel when you hear the statement,“as a believer you are redeemed and forgiven”?
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Forgiveness of Our Sins 
 

Paul uses two words in describing the believer’s relationship to sin: redemption and forgiveness.We’ll deal with the latter of these two terms first since it is the term with which most of us are more familiar.

To be forgiven is to be set free from any guilt and any consequences over one’s past sins. It is to have the “sin slate” of one’s life totally wiped clean.

Sin is regarded throughout the Bible as a state of bondage that is the result of transgressions, iniquity, and evil. We commit sin because we are sinners. We were born with a sin nature. Our sinful actions further seal the fact that we are sinners. Our being and doing are cyclical.

Every sinner knows—at some level, intuitive or conscious— that he or she is sinning. Sin involves the will, and because it involves the will, it involves our memory. We remember our sins. They don’t just float by unnoticed or ignored. The psalmist acknowledged this in writing, “For I acknowledge my transgressions, / And my sin is always before me” (Ps. 51:3).

Because each of us is born with a sin nature and commits sin, each of us is in need of forgiveness. There is no person who is naturally good or without sin. Every person is in need of God’s salvation so that we do not experience the spiritual consequences of sin.

Our state prior to our 
 

Our state prior to our receiving God’s forgiveness is this: we were living in sin, the end result of which is eternal death. God’s nature is holiness and truth, and He cannot abide where evil and unrighteousness are allowed to reign. (God loves the sinner always, but He is never content to allow a sinner to continue in sin because as long as the person continues in sin, he is just beyond the reach of God’s forgiveness. God is always seeking to bring a sinner to a decision to receive the forgiveness offered through Jesus Christ so that He might cause a spiritual rebirth in that person and abide with him.)

After . . .
 

Our state after receiving God’s forgiveness is this: we are living in the righteousness of Jesus Christ, and we are the inheritors of eternal life. By the power of His Holy Spirit, God abides within us and lives out His life through us.

Every believer is a walking picture of “before and after.” Before Christ, we were unforgiven and were on a path to eternal death. In Christ, we are forgiven and are on a path toward eternal life.

Total Forgiveness 
 

So many people seem to think that the slate of their trespasses and sins has been only partially wiped clean. They look at the gravity and the nature of their sin and wonder, “Could God ever fully forgive that type of sin?” Others look at the great number of their sins and question, “Could God ever fully forgive so much sin?” Still others look at the magnitude of a particular sin and ask, “Could God ever fully forgive such a great sin?” The answer to each question is an unqualified yes!

 In the first place, God does not place qualifiers or adjectives on sin. No one type of sin is any greater or lesser, blacker or darker, than any other kind of sin. Before God, sin is sin. Neither does God look at the amount of sin in a person’s life and declare that with the addition of one more sin, a person moves from a “forgivable” to an “unforgivable” column. All sin, no matter the amount, is equal before God—one sin is the same as one million sins, one type of sin is just as consequential as any other.

In the second place, when God forgives sin, He forgives it completely, even to the point of forgetting it entirely! Not one shred of sin is left over for later forgiveness. God’s ability to forgive sin is infinite and inexhaustible.

No One Who Seeks God’s Forgiveness Is Turned Away 
 

One of the awesome aspects of God’s character is that He is merciful and forgiving to all who seek His forgiveness. All who ask God for forgiveness are granted it. Jesus said, “The one who comes to Me I will by no means cast out” (John 6:37).

Our part is to come to God with a humble heart and to confess the fact that we have sinned and are in need of forgiveness, to accept Jesus Christ’s sacrifice on the cross as being for us personally, and to receive the forgiveness God offers. God’s response to our confession is always to forgive.

There simply is no basis for not accepting God’s forgiveness— it is freely offered to all, costs us personally nothing to receive, and results in the guaranteed benefits of freedom from guilt and eternal life!

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Our Lingering Guilt 
 

Many people experience God’s forgiveness but then suffer from lingering guilt over their past sins. To continue to hang on to guilt after receiving God’s forgiveness is to say to God, “Your forgiveness wasn’t enough.” And surely it is!

The challenge for many of us is to accept God’s total forgiveness and then to forgive ourselves and to move forward in our lives. To hang on to guilt and shame is to devalue what Christ Jesus did on the cross.

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Redeemed from Being a Slave to Sin 
 

Not only are you forgiven, but you have been redeemed from sin’s bondage.

To be redeemed is to be “delivered by payment of debt.” Redemption is the purchase of something that has a debt against it. We see this in the way pawnshops are operated: those who buy things at pawnshops are buying items that have a debt against them. As we discussed earlier in this lesson, sinners carry a “debt” of sin. In their sinful state, they are living under a death sentence.

When Christ died on the cross, He paid our sin debt and purchased us for God.

The apostle Paul likened our purchase to the slave markets of the Roman Empire. He wrote, 

Do you not know that to whom you present yourselves slaves to obey, you are that one’s slaves whom you obey, whether of sin leading to death, or of obedience leading to righteousness? But God be thanked that though you were slaves of sin, yet you obeyed from the heart . . . And having been set free from sin, you became slaves of righteousness . . . Now having been set free from sin, and having become slaves of God, you have your fruit to holiness, and the end, everlasting life. (Rom. 6:16–18, 22) 


Slaves do what they are compelled to do by their masters. Paul stated that those who are still in a sinful state are slaves to their sin nature. They behave as they do because their sin nature compels them to do what is unrighteous in God’s eyes.

 Those who have received God’s forgiveness, however, have the Holy Spirit dwelling within them, and they are compelled to act in a righteous way because of His presence.

• Can you recall an experience you had when you were a sinner in which you sinned almost “in spite of yourself”—when you felt compelled to sin even though you knew what you were doing was wrong before God?
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Only a free person can buy a slave, and the only truly “free” person who ever walked this earth from birth was Christ Jesus. He was the only One capable of purchasing us off the “slave market of sin.” By His shed blood, He made it possible not only for us to be forgiven, but for us to be redeemed so that we no longer have a sin nature and we no longer are slaves to sin.

What does this mean? It means that we as believers in Christ Jesus do not have to sin. The Holy Spirit dwelling in us will do His utmost to guide us to keep us from sinning, and if we sin, the Holy Spirit will convict us so that we will confess our sin and repent of it! To sin is no longer our natural impulse. Sin has become unnatural and abhorrent to us. Our redemption means that we are now in the process of losing all desire to sin. John wrote, 

If anyone sins, we have an Advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous . . . Now by this we know that we know Him, if we keep His commandments. He who says, “I know Him,” and does not keep His commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him. But whoever keeps His word, truly the love of God is perfected in him. By this we know that we are in Him. He who says he abides in Him ought himself also to walk just as He walked. (1 John 2:1, 3–6)

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Can We Really Live Any 

Way We Want to Live?
 

Many people question the security of salvation, falsely believing that a Christian can be saved and then live any way he or she chooses, without consequence. Friend, there is always consequence to sin! The believer in Christ Jesus may not lose his salvation and eternal life if he chooses to sin, but he is setting himself up for a lifetime of misery if he sins in the face of God’s loving forgiveness. The Holy Spirit acts within the believer to convict the believer of sin and to draw the believer immediately back to the throne of God, to confess that sin and to receive forgiveness for it. The person who willfully and repeatedly chooses to pursue a life of sin is very likely not a person who has truly been born again. As John wrote, 

Whoever believes that Jesus is the Christ is born of God, and everyone who loves Him who begot also loves him who is begotten of Him. By this we know that we love the children of God, when we love God and keep His commandments. For this is the love of God, that we keep His commandments. And His commandments are not burdensome. For whatever is born of God overcomes the world. And this is the victory that has overcome the world—our faith. (1 John 5:1–4) 


The person who truly has been redeemed and forgiven of his sins is a person who will no longer have a desire or an automatic impulse to sin. Rather, the very nature of the person has been changed so their desire is for the things of God.

Living with a Forgiven Identity 
 

Those who have been forgiven are called to do three things: to forgive others, to share God’s message of forgiveness with others, and to walk as forgiven saints in Christ Jesus.

To forgive others is a commandment. Jesus said, 

• “Be merciful, just as your Father also is merciful. Judge not, and you shall not be judged. Condemn not, and you shall not be condemned. Forgive, and you will be forgiven.” (Luke 6:36–37)


 • “And whenever you stand praying, if you have anything against anyone, forgive him, that your Father in heaven may also forgive you your trespasses. But if you do not forgive, neither will your Father in heaven forgive your trespasses.” (Mark 11:25–26)


 • “Then his master, after he had called him, said to him, ‘You wicked servant! I forgave you all that debt because you begged me. Should you not also have had compassion on your fellow servant, just as I had pity on you?’ And his master was angry, and delivered him to the torturers until he should pay all that was due to him. So My heavenly Father also will do to you if each of you, from his heart, does not forgive his brother his trespasses.” (Matt. 18:32–35) 


The salvation and forgiveness we have received freely from the Lord we are to give freely to others (see Matt. 10:8).

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Proclaiming God’s Forgiveness 
 

We are never to keep the good news of God’s forgiveness to ourselves—rather, we are to use every opportunity given to us to tell others about God’s love and offer of salvation. In forgiving others, we give witness of God’s desire to forgive. But we must go beyond the example of our lives to actually telling others that God loves them and how they can receive God’s forgiveness by believing in Jesus Christ and accepting His death on the cross as the one definitive sacrifice for sin.

Are you aware that you are the recipient of a grand inheritance? 

So many people daydream at some point in their lives of receiving an unexpected inheritance from a wealthy person. The fact is, as a believer in Christ Jesus, you are the heir of the most incredible, awesome, lavish inheritance any person could ever dream to receive!

Paul wrote to the Ephesians, “In Him also we have obtained an inheritance” (Eph. 1:11). And what is that inheritance? Paul described it in these terms in the epistle to the Ephesians and elsewhere:

• “blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places in Christ” (Eph. 1:3)


 • “exceeding riches of His grace” (Eph. 2:7)


 • “treasure in earthen vessels” (2 Cor. 4:7) 


• “riches of His glory” (Eph. 3:16) 


Paul declared, “Eye has not seen, nor ear heard, / Nor have entered into the heart of man / The things which God has prepared for those who love Him” (1 Cor. 2:9). The inheritance we have in Christ Jesus is so glorious, so vast, and so tremendous that we cannot even comprehend it with our finite minds. As Paul wrote to the Ephesians, “Now to Him who is able to do exceedingly abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that works in us, to Him be glory in the church by Christ Jesus to all generations, forever and ever. Amen” (Eph. 3:20–21, emphasis mine).

The inheritance God has prepared for us as believers in Christ Jesus is an overflowing, abundant inheritance. Nothing of benefit or goodness has been withheld from us.

Rich or Poor?
 

Many Christians see themselves as being poor. Some have this identity because they have been taught incorrectly that Christians are to be poor and uneducated. There is no justification in Scripture for a Christian to be either poor or ignorant. To the contrary, Paul declared to the Philippians, “My God shall supply all your need according to His riches in glory by Christ Jesus” (Phil. 4:19).We are to study and know the truth of God’s Word and to be well-informed about our inheritance.

Rich or poor is never a matter of one’s bank account or investment portfolio. “Rich” and “poor” are first and foremost a state of the heart—we respond to life with generosity or stinginess, with fear or boldness, based to a great extent on how rich we believe ourselves to be in Christ Jesus and to the extent that we are trusting God to supply all of our needs, now and every day in the future.

Our identity as believers must always be based upon what we know to be true in God’s Word, not on how we feel or what others say about us. We must never draw our identity from unbelievers. The sad fact, however, Is that many Christians are looking to the world for their identity, and they are coming up with a conclusion that they are poor or lacking in some way.

The world always bases its conclusions upon comparison, and if you compare yourself to others, you will lose on every point every time. Why? Because you can always find somebody who has more, does more, is endowed with more, possesses more, or achieves more than you do in any given area of life. Even if you are the world record holder today in a particular field, you are not likely to be the world record holder ten years from now!

 God never calls us to compare ourselves to others. He calls us to look to Christ Jesus, and He says to us, “You are in Christ. There is no comparison to those who are in Christ. You have it all—not only now, but forever. Anything of lasting value or benefit, anything of great worth or worthiness, I have given you in Christ Jesus. You have all of Him, and He has all of anything that truly matters!”

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The Nature of Our Inheritance 
 

The Scriptures are very specific about our inheritance in Christ Jesus. Many things are promised to those who are in Christ, but in this lesson, we are going to focus on three specific things.

1.We Shall Be Like Christ In the natural world, adults often 
 

In the natural world, adults often look at children and conclude, “He has his father’s genes. He is going to look just like his father when he grows up,” or “She has her mother’s eyes. She’s going to be a beauty just like her mom when she’s an adult.” Physically, we inherit our genes—our physical characteristics and attributes—from our parents.

Spiritually, we each are destined to mature into the very likeness of Christ Jesus. One day we are going to be like Him. John wrote, 

Behold what manner of love the Father has bestowed on us, that we should be called children of God! Therefore the world does not know us, because it did not know Him. Beloved, now we are children of God; and it has not yet been revealed what we shall be, but we know that when He is revealed, we shall be like Him, for we shall see Him as He is. (1 John 3:1–2) 


Oh, to be like Jesus! To respond to every person and every situation the way Jesus did . . . to live in perfect health and absolute victory every moment of our lives . . . to overcome the enemy of our souls at every turn . . . to have at our disposal all of the power and riches of the Father! That is the inheritance into which we are growing!

Ask yourself, What did Christ desire that Christ did not have? Nothing!

What did Christ want to do that He was incapable of doing? Nothing!

What did Christ long to possess that He could not possess? Nothing!

To be like Christ is to have all that Christ has, to know all that Christ knows, to desire all that Christ desires.

2.We Will Reign with Christ 
 

Not only will we be like Christ, but we will also rule with Christ. Paul wrote to the Ephesians that God, in His mercy and because of His great love, had made them alive together with Christ, and then he said that God “raised us up together, and made us sit together in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus” (Eph. 2:6).

Christ is sitting on His throne in heaven today and, in the spiritual realm, as a believer in Christ you are sitting with Him!

Now a young prince who is crowned king may not receive the fullness of his authority as king until he reaches majority age; nevertheless, he is the crowned king. The years between the time of his coronation and his assumption of full power are years of growing preparation and increasing authority. This is true for our inheritance to “reign with Christ.”We have been crowned “joint heir” with Christ, and, as we mature in Christ Jesus, our authority and understanding and ability to rule and reign increase. The fullness of our ability to rule and reign begins now, but it ends in eternity.

Ask yourself, Was there any force of evil or power of the devil that was beyond the ability of Jesus to rule over it? No!

Was any disease greater than the power of Jesus to heal it? No!

Was any demon in a person more powerful than Jesus’ power to cast it out? No!

Was Satan himself more power than Jesus? No!

Christ in us makes us more than conquerors (see Rom. 8:37).

And if I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again and receive you to Myself; that where I am, there you may be also” (John 14:2–3).To be with Christ forever and ever is our greatest inheritance of all.

Our inherited “family home” is one in which 

“God will wipe away every tear from their eyes; there shall be no more death, nor sorrow, nor crying. There shall be no more pain, for the former things have passed away” . . . And he showed me a pure river of water of life, clear as crystal, proceeding from the throne of God and of the Lamb. In the middle of its street, and on either side of the river, was the tree of life, which bore twelve fruits, each tree yielding its fruit every month. And the leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations. And there shall be no more curse, but the throne of God and of the Lamb shall be in it, and His servants shall serve Him. They shall see His face, and His name shall be on their foreheads. There shall be no night there: They need no lamp nor light of the sun, for the Lord God gives them light. And they shall reign forever and ever. (Rev. 21:4; 22:1–5)

The Guarantee That We Will 

Receive Our Full Inheritance 
 

• How can we be assured that we are heirs?


• How can we be certain that we will receive the full inheritance that God has for us?


Paul said to the Ephesians, “You were sealed with the Holy Spirit of promise, who is the guarantee of our inheritance until the redemption of the purchased possession, to the praise of His glory” (Eph. 1:13–14). The Holy Spirit dwelling within us is the proof that God has given us a glorious inheritance and that He is going to bring that inheritance to full fruition in us.

Seals in Bible times were used to indicate four things:

1. Ownership.Valuable possessions were protected in containers to which a seal of ownership was attached. We are owned by Christ Jesus, purchased by the price of His shed blood.

2. Authenticity. Seals verified that an article was genuine. When the Holy Spirit indwells us, He changes our nature to give authenticity to the truth that Christ Jesus is our Savior and Lord.

3. Authority. Official scrolls of kings were sealed to indicate that the documents were backed by the full authority of the king’s power and wealth. We are under the authority of God the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit—we are no longer under the authority of the devil.

4. Completed transactions. Documents were sealed to indicate that a transaction was complete and established in law. Paul stated repeatedly that we have obtained an inheritance in Christ. The transaction of our inheritance was fully completed in Christ’s death and resurrection.

What can break what God seals? Nothing.

Who can undo what the Holy Spirit does? No one.

As believers in Christ Jesus, we are sealed forever “according to the good pleasure of His will, to the praise of the glory of His grace” (Eph. 1:5–6).

The work in us that brings us to the point of receiving our full inheritance is the work of the Holy Spirit. It is nothing we can achieve or do. It is His power that is effective and productive in bringing us to the fullness of Christ’s character, authority, and wisdom. It is His power that resurrects us to eternal life.

Our part is to trust God, to read God’s Word, and to listen to the Holy Spirit’s speaking in our hearts to the best of our ability day by day, and to obey what we believe God is calling us to do. It is in this way that we will become the person God has designed us to be. It is in this way that we will move into our full inheritance so that it is not only a potential inheritance but an actual inheritance.

The work in our hearts that prepares us to use our inheritance wisely and for the glory of God is always, however, the work of the Holy Spirit, accomplished in His timing and according to His methods.

Are you aware today that you have been given the mind of Christ?

In order for us to truly reign with Christ and to rule over all things with Him, we must have both the heart and mind of Christ. We must think as He thinks and feel as He feels. We must have both His wisdom and His compassion.

The good news of our inheritance is that in Christ, we have not only inherited the nature of Christ—the character traits of His love, joy, peace, patience, goodness, kindness, faithfulness, gentleness, and self-control—but we have been given Christ’s ability to make wise decisions and sound judgments.

Paul wrote to the Ephesians that the riches of God’s grace abound toward us “in all wisdom and prudence” (Eph. 1:8). He said that God has “made known to us the mystery of His will” and given us “the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Him” (Eph. 1:9; 1:17). Paul’s prayer for the Ephesians was that the eyes of their understanding might be “enlightened; that you may know what is the hope of His calling, what are the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints, and what is the exceeding greatness of His power toward us who believe” (Eph. 1:18–19).

Ask yourself, What did Christ want to know that He was incapable of knowing? Nothing!

What did Christ desire to understand that He could not understand? Nothing!

What remained a mystery to Christ about God the Father? Nothing!

Just as a child grows in his ability to use all of the brain cells that he is given at birth, so we grow in our ability to understand the deeper things of God as we grow in our relationship with Christ Jesus. Our inheritance is to have the mind of Christ!

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Three Things We Are to Know 
 

Paul identified three things the believer in Christ is to know with an “overflowing understanding”—the hope of His calling, the riches of the glory of Christ’s inheritance in the saints, and the exceeding greatness of Christ’s power. In this lesson we are going to look at each of these areas in which we are privileged to experience “enlightenment.”

1. The Hope of His Calling on Our Lives 
 

So many people say as an excuse for failing to become involved in ministry outreaches, “God doesn’t have a calling on my life” or more specifically, “I’m not called to be a minister.” Most of these people have an erroneous understanding that only those who are in full-time ministry service are “called.” The fact is, we each are called of God to be ministers, people who attempt to meet the spiritual, emotional, and physical needs of others. To minister is to pray, to listen, to give wise counsel, to give a witness to the gospel, to tell what we know about God’s Word, to love, to bless, to share one’s resources, to affirm, to exercise our ministry gifts given to us by the Holy Spirit. We each are called to do this!

The Bible gives us three descriptions about our call from God as saints.

1. An upward call. Paul wrote to the Philippians, “Brethren, I do not count myself to have apprehended; but one thing I do, forgetting those things which are behind and reaching forward to those things which are ahead, I press toward the goal for the prize of the upward call of God in Christ Jesus” (Phil. 3:13–14, emphasis mine).

God’s call on our lives is a call that continually compels us to reach for higher moral standards, higher levels of understanding, higher character traits, higher ethical conduct, higher degrees of spiritual perfection. We are called to grow, develop, and mature in Christ Jesus so that we might be genuine, godly servants. God calls us to be the best we can be.

2. A holy calling. Paul wrote to Timothy, “Share with me in the sufferings for the gospel according to the power of God, who has saved us and called us with a holy calling, not according to our works, but according to His own purpose and grace which was given to us in Christ Jesus before time began” (2 Tim. 1:8–9, emphasis mine).

To be holy is to be separated for use by God. It is to be refined and cleansed so that we no longer think like the world or pursue the lusts of the flesh, the lusts of the eyes, or the pride of life. It is to see ourselves as agents of righteousness, infusing the world with God’s purpose and God’s goodness as “salt” that preserves, heals, and gives zest to life.

 Our calling is a call to serve God by serving others.

3. A heavenly calling. Our calling is always to live a godly life that will influence others to accept Christ and receive eternal life. Everything we do as believers in Christ Jesus should be done so that it might bear spiritual fruit and have eternal benefit. In Hebrews 3:1 we read, “Therefore, holy brethren, partakers of the heavenly calling, consider the Apostle and High Priest of our confession, Christ Jesus” (emphasis mine).We are no longer citizens of this world, but rather we are citizens of heaven—our purpose being to pray that God’s will will be done on this earth as it is in heaven, and to obey the leading of the Holy Spirit so that we might have a part in making God’s will a reality on earth.

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2. The Riches of the Glory of His Inheritance in the Saints 
 

God not only desires that we know our calling in Christ, but that we have an overflowing understanding about who we are from God’s perspective. Paul wrote to the Ephesians that he longed for them to be enlightened about the “riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints” (Eph. 1:18).

Whose inheritance? Christ’s inheritance!

God gives us all that Christ is, has, and does—His nature, His reign, His eternal life. But what does God give to Christ Jesus as His inheritance? Us!

God says to Jesus Christ, in effect, “Look what a wonderful inheritance I have for You. I have Joe and Roger and Billy for You. I have Sue and Marilyn and Katherine for You.”

So many Christians seem to have the attitude, “Well, I’m saved and that’s enough.” No! You are the inheritance of Christ Jesus. Don’t you long to be all that you can be for His sake? Don’t you desire to present yourself holy, an unblemished and spotless bride? Don’t you desire to leave behind all of the “old you” that was in full force before you accepted Christ and to become all that the “new you” can possibly be?

When we truly catch a glimpse of how God regards us—the rich inheritance of Christ Jesus—we will not only place a much higher value upon ourselves, but upon all those who are saints with us in Christ Jesus.

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3.The Greatness of His Power in Us 
 

No believer ever has justification for saying, “I’m a weakling.” As believers in Christ, we have the omnipotent power of God residing in us! Paul wrote to the Ephesians that he desired for them to know this:

the exceeding greatness of His power toward us who believe, according to the working of His mighty power which He worked in Christ when He raised Him from the dead and seated Him at His right hand in the heavenly places, far above all principality and power and might and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this age but also in that which is to come.


And He put all things under His feet, and gave Him to be head over all things to the church, which is His body, the fullness of Him who fills all in all. (Eph. 1:19–23) 


There is no power greater than that of the Lord who lives in us. The words that Paul used for power reflect energy, strength, and might. The power of the Holy Spirit in us is:

• Resurrection power.The same power that raised Christ from the dead now resides in you.


• Power over all spiritual darkness. The power within us is greater than that of any force of evil.


• Power over all the systems of the world—whether they are natural, spiritual, or human in origin. All things have been put under the feet of Christ.


Just as a little child grows up into the full use of his own phsyical strength and ability, so we are growing up in our spiritual strength and power in Christ Jesus. Even as we do, we must recognize at all times that the Holy Spirit in us is greater than any other form of power we can ever experience and that God in us is greater than anything that comes against us (see 1 John 4:4).

How do we activate the power of God in our lives? By waiting on the Lord in quiet trust and by praising God. Waiting upon the Lord brings us to a greater realization of all that He has done for us and all that He is. Praise releases joy into our hearts, and the joy of the Lord is our strength.

Knowing Christ is the key—not merely knowing about Him.

Our part is to read and study God’s Word. Our part is to come to God in prayer and to seek a daily, abiding relationship with Him.

God’s part is to quicken His Word to our Spirit and to increase our knowledge and understanding. His part is to lead and to guide us into the paths of righteousness.

Do you ever question if you really “fit” anywhere? Do you have a firm understanding that you belong—that you are a full member of Christ’s body?

Paul wrote to the Ephesians that the church—which is composed of all true believers in Christ Jesus—is “His body, the fullness of Him who fills all in all” (Eph. 1:23).

Prior to being a part of the body of Christ, you were an individual— alone and isolated. You were not able to enter into a relationship with God, and, therefore, you were not capable of having an eternal, fully reconciled relationship with another human being.

“But,” you may say, “people who aren’t in Christ fall in love, get married, have children, make friends, and are in relationship with other people.” Yes—but only at a surface level. Without genuine forgiveness and love, no person can truly enter into an abiding, eternal, deep relationship with another person. Our ability to give forgiveness and to express love is always drawn ultimately from our having received forgiveness and love from God. The believer alone is the person who experiences such forgiveness and love.

Those who are separate from Christ are separate from God and from other believers.

Those who are in Christ are no longer separated from God or other believers—rather, they are united together as one body. 

Paul described this reconciliation with other believers in his letter to the Ephesians, saying, 


Therefore remember that you, once Gentiles in the flesh—who are called Uncircumcision by what is called the Circumcision made in the flesh by hands—that at that time you were without Christ, being aliens from the commonwealth of Israel and strangers from the covenants of promise, having no hope and without God in the world. But now in Christ Jesus you who once were far off have been brought near by the blood of Christ. (Eph. 2:11–13) 


To be “brought near” by the blood of Christ means to enter into an intimate relationship with God and to be fully “accepted in the Beloved” as Paul wrote earlier in his epistle. (See Eph. 1:6.) To be “brought near” is also a Jewish term relating to the Temple.

The courts of the temple were arranged so that the “court of the Gentiles” was the farthest court from the Holy of Holies, which held the ark of the covenant and which was the seat of God’s presence among the Israelites. The next court closest to the Holy of Holies was the court of the righteous Jewish women. The next court was the court of the righteous Jewish men. The inner court was reserved for those who served as priests before God.

In Christ, believers are brought into the very presence of God—regardless of whether they were originally Jews or Gentiles. Belief in Christ Jesus brings us into the direct presence of God Almighty.

Furthermore, Jesus taught that we, as believers in Him, are united completely with Him and with the Father. He prayed for us the night He prayed for His disciples:

I do not pray for these alone, but also for those who will believe in Me through their word; that they all may be one, as You, Father, are in Me, and I in You; that they also may be one in Us, that the world may believe that You sent me. And the glory which You gave Me I have given them, that they may be one just as We are one: I in them, and You in Me; that they may be made perfect in one, and that the world may know that You have sent Me, and have loved them as You have loved Me. (John 17:20–23)

Peace Within the Body 
 

The key word that Paul used in describing our new identity of belonging to the body of Christ was peace. He said, 

For He Himself is our peace, who has made both one, and has broken down the middle wall of separation, having abolished in His flesh the enmity, that is, the law of commandments contained in ordinances, so as to create in Himself one new man from the two, thus making peace, and that He might reconcile them both to God in one body through the cross, thereby putting to death the enmity. And He came and preached peace to you who were afar off and to those who were near. For through Him we both have access by one Spirit to the Father.


Now, therefore, you are no longer strangers and foreigners, but fellow citizens with the saints and members of the household of God. (Eph. 2:14–19) 


Our ability to be at peace with other people flows from Christ, who abides in us as Peacemaker. No law can ever truly unite two people to be at peace with each other. No “peace treaty” can ever bring about lasting peace unless all parties involved have peace in their hearts regarding one another.

Again and again on the world stage, we see peace treaties erupt into open war. Why? Because what was drafted on paper had not been written first on the hearts of the people. Again and again we find individuals claiming they are at “peace” with each other, only to see that peace shattered by arguments and hostile attitudes. Why? Because the peace they claimed was only on the surface—it was not a true peace in their hearts.

Christ alone makes lasting and genuine peace possible.

It is when we recognize and accept Christ’s peace within that we can enter into a ministry of reconciliation with others. A ministry of reconciliation means that we become peacemakers ourselves—speaking God’s peace to those who are sinners and inviting them to enter a reconciled relationship with God. We also speak peace to our fellow believers, that we all might become fully united in the Spirit.

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We Are God’s Temple 
 

One of the great illustrations that Paul used to describe the body of Christ was that of a temple. He wrote to the Ephesians that they were members of the 

household of God, having been built on the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Jesus Christ Himself being the chief cornerstone, in whom the whole building, being joined together, grows into a holy temple in the Lord, in whom you also are being built together for a dwelling place of God in the Spirit. (Eph. 2:19–22) 


Paul was writing to people who were living in the shadow of a great temple to the pagan goddess Diana—the temple was one of the seven wonders of the ancient world. This temple, like all temples to pagan gods, was built to bring “glory” to the goddess Diana. The Greeks held to the opinion that the god or goddess that had the greatest temple was the god or goddess with the most importance—and of course, the thinking went that the most important god or goddess would surely reside in the most important city on earth. The Ephesians claimed that place of preeminence for themselves because of the temple they had built to their goddess.

Paul used this understanding as a springboard for a deeper teaching about the identity of the believer. He said, “You are a holy temple in the Lord.” He saw the believers as a dwelling place of God in the spirit—a magnificent temple that was not made with human hands but that was created by Christ Jesus.

 This temple is eternal. It is magnificent because it is the work of Christ. And it is a temple that is ever growing—more and more believers are simply making it a more and more glorious temple.

Finally, this temple of believers is intended for one purpose— to reflect the glory of God. It is not intended to draw attention or praise to the believers, either individually or as a group, but, rather, to focus faith, hope, and love upon the One who created it—the Lord God Almighty!

Are you part of a body today that has been built upon the “foundation of the apostles and prophets” with “Jesus Christ Himself being the chief cornerstone”?

Are you part of a body today that is focused entirely to bring glory to God?

The body of Christ as a whole most definitely is such a body. Our challenge as believers is to make certain that the body of believers with whom we worship on a local basis is 100 percent part of the greater body of Christ!

Many Functions, One Body 
 

In being united to other believers in Christ’s body, we do not lose our individual identity. Rather, we have the blessed opportunity to express our individual identity and gifts in cooperation with other believers. We are not all the same within the body of Christ—rather, we are united into one purpose.

Paul wrote about this very clearly to the Romans:

For as we have many members in one body, but all the members do not have the same function, so we, being many, are one body in Christ, and individually members of one another. Having then gifts differing according to the grace that is given to us, let us use them: if prophecy, let us prophesy in proportion to our faith; or ministry, let us use it in our ministering; he who teaches, in teaching; he who exhorts, in exhortation; he who gives, with liberality; he who leads, with diligence; he who shows mercy, with cheerfulness. (Rom. 12:4–8) 


We are to give our gifts in acts of ministry and open ourselves up to receiving the ministry gifts of other believers, so that we might be made whole as a body and so we might grow in our ability to love God and love others.

HOLY VESSEL FOR 

MINISTRY 
 

As believers in Christ Jesus, we are members of a living body. In a very real and practical way, we are the “hands and feet” of the Lord on the earth today. Christ works through our hands to touch a sick person, clothe a naked person, and hand a cup of cold water to a thirsty person. Christ walks with our feet into areas of need. Christ speaks through our mouths His words of comfort and edification.

We have a great and glorious purpose on this earth—we are to be agents of God’s love, ambassadors for Christ, the initiators of good works. We are to pour out our lives in service to others, just as Christ gave Himself for us.

Paul wrote to the Ephesians, “Be imitators of God as dear children. And walk in love, as Christ also has loved us and given Himself for us, an offering and a sacrifice to God for a sweet-smelling aroma” (Eph. 5:1–2).

While works can never save us, purchase our forgiveness, or qualify us to receive God’s love, good works are the natural outcome of our salvation. Once we have been born again, our natural impulse is toward good works. As Paul also wrote, “For you were once darkness, but now you are light in the Lord. Walk as children of light (for the fruit of the Spirit is in all goodness, righteousness, and truth), finding out what is acceptable to the Lord” (Eph. 5:8–10).

Just as Christ Jesus walked this earth healing the sick and brokenhearted, preaching good tidings to the poor, proclaiming liberty to the captives, giving hope to the oppressed, and comforting those who mourn, so are we to follow in His footsteps and do the same. Jesus calls and commissions us to His ministry, just as He commissioned the disciples:

And He called the twelve to Himself, and began to send them out two by two, and gave them power over unclean spirits . . . So they went out and preached that people should repent. And they cast out many demons, and anointed with oil many who were sick, and healed them. (Mark 6:7, 12–13)

Created for Good Works 
 

Paul wrote to the Ephesians that we have been “created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand that we should walk in them” (Eph. 2:10).

God made you with a purpose in mind—He has had a plan for your life from before the foundation of the world, a plan that you are uniquely designed to implement and fulfill. The Lord knows precisely the good works that you are not only capable of doing, but also those you will excel in doing and that will give you the greatest sense of satisfaction you can ever know.

• Have you had experiences in which you knew that you were doing precisely what God had created you to do?
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The characteristic that God attaches to your work is this: good. A “good work” is any work that reflects Jesus and that brings glory to God. Good is the same word that God used in evaluating each aspect of creation: “And God saw that it was good” (Gen. 1:10, 12, 18, 25).

The creative work of God is not finished. It is ongoing by the power of the Holy Spirit in your life and mine. God continues to shine light into darkness, to bring forth good out of evil, order out of confusion, and purpose out of things that seem meaningless. One of the best-known verses in all the Bible declares this: “All things work together for good to those who love God, to those who are the called according to His purpose” (Rom. 8:28). No matter what happens to us or around us, the Holy Spirit is capable of producing a “good work” in us and through us!

No Room for an Inferiority Complex 
 

So many Christians seem to say about themselves, “I’m not capable” when it comes to ministry. The fact is, none of us are capable in and of ourselves. But equally true is this fact: with Christ, all things are possible. As Paul said to the Philippians, “I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me” (Phil. 4:13).

God supplies to us what we are lacking and what we need. When we are weak, He gives us the strength to be strong. When we are without resources, He supplies the resources. When we are without courage, He gives us the ability to endure and to be bold. Again and again in the Bible we have examples of those who could not in their own ability, but who could as they received the strength of the Lord.

Paul wrote about a painful “thorn in the flesh” that the Lord did not remove from his life even though he had prayed repeatedly that it be removed. He told the Corinthians how the Lord had said to him, “My grace is sufficient for you, for My strength is made perfect in weakness.” Paul concluded, “Therefore most gladly I will rather boast in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may rest upon me. Therefore I take pleasure in infirmities, in reproaches, in needs, in persecutions, in distresses, for Christ’s sake. For when I am weak, then I am strong” (2 Cor. 12:9–10).

After they had told all that had happened to them, Peter and John and the disciples prayed this: “Now, Lord, look on their threats, and grant to Your servants that with all boldness they may speak Your word” (Acts 4:29). What was the result? “They spoke the word of God with boldness” and the “multitude of those who believed were of one heart and one soul” (Acts 4:31–32).

Our true home is in heaven.

When we truly see ourselves as citizens of an everlasting kingdom—only temporarily on this earth to speak the “good news” of Christ as often as we can to as many as we can, and to do the good works that the Holy Spirit leads us to do—we will have a new perspective on our possessions, our commitments and agendas, and our use of time and resources. Our priorities will change. No longer will we see ourselves as having to strive to accomplish man-made goals on this earth; no longer will we cling to material things; no longer will we feel the need to make alliances so we can “get ahead” and achieve fame and power in the eyes of the world.

When we have a firm identity that we are a citizen of heaven, an ambassador for Christ on this earth, and a temporary resident of earth on a “mission” for God, we will seek to make the most of our earthly time and resources for eternal reward!

GOD’S 

MASTERPIECE 
 

Are you aware that you are God’s masterpiece?

The apostle Paul wrote to the Ephesians, “We are His workmanship” (Eph. 2:10). The word workmanship has been translated also as “masterpiece.”We are God’s supreme “work in progress”—a work that will culminate in perfection.

A masterpiece is a work of notable excellence. From the first chapter of the Bible we see that God considered man to be the crowning achievement of His creation. Of all God’s creatures, only man was made in the image of God—only man was made capable of spiritual growth and development, of reasoning, of faith, of learning concepts and principles, of making sound decisions and wise judgments, of planning for a future and remembering the details of the past. God breathed into man His own breath, His essence, His presence. God gave man a will with which to discern good from evil and to choose between them.

Whether you see yourself as a piece of a mess or a masterpiece makes a great difference. If you have an identity based upon a self-image that you are worthless, without potential and without any hope of excellence, you are likely to give up, become dejected, and become “sick of life.” On the other hand, if you have an identity based upon a self-image that you are a masterpiece in the making, with vast potential for excellence, you are going to have hope, enthusiasm for life, and a desire to pursue all that God has for you!

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God’s Plan: Our Perfection 
 

As we have stated repeatedly in this Bible study, we are believers in Christ. Christ Himself is our identity. Here is what Paul said about Christ: “He [Christ] is the image of the invisible God” (Col. 1:15).

Jesus Christ was the appearance of God in flesh form—God incarnate—so that we might see the perfection of God in a human likeness to which we could relate fully.

If we are in Christ, we also are to reflect the perfection of God in human form. As Paul also stated, “For it pleased the Father that in Him all the fullness should dwell” (Col. 1:19).

 Jesus Christ was the begotten Son of God. From the moment of His birth He was a perfect reflection of God’s nature.

We are the born-again, in-the-process-of-becoming-perfect children of God. From the moment of our spiritual rebirth, we are indwelled by the Holy Spirit and set on a path of growing up in the fullness of a perfect reflection of Christ’s nature.

Our future is that we will be like Christ. We will be perfect, whole, complete—just as He is perfect, whole, and complete. 

Throughout the New Testament we find numerous references that point to God’s plan for our lives as being a plan of perfection, wholeness, completion, and fullness. As you read through the verses below, note the theme of God’s bringing us to a perfect reflection of Himself.

What a glorious future lies ahead for us! But note, if you will, that in each of the verses listed above, it is God who does the sanctifying, cleansing, and perfecting work in us—by His Word and by His presence, He is the One who makes us whole. Our perfection is not something we can achieve or should strive to achieve. Our perfection is not of our own doing—we are His workmanship.

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The Perfecting Process 
 

The process of our perfection may at times be painful. It is God who chisels us, sands us, makes us, molds us. It is God who sometimes chooses to bring us into difficult times and situations so that we might deepen our reliance upon Him and grow in our relationship with Him. We are clay in His hands: 

The word which came to Jeremiah from the LORD, saying: “Arise and go down to the potter’s house, and there I will cause you to hear My words.” Then I went down to the potter’s house, and there he was, making something at the wheel. And the vessel that he made of clay was marred in the hand of the potter; so he made it again into another vessel, as it seemed good to the potter to make.


Then the word of the LORD came to me, saying: “O house of Israel, can I not do with you as this potter?” says the LORD. “Look, as the clay is in the potter’s hand, so are you in My hand.” (Jer. 18:1–6)


• Have you had an experience in which you felt the Lord was “remaking” you on His potter’s wheel?
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• What emotions do you have as you reflect upon what it means to be “remade” in the hands of God?
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A Cleansing Process 
 

Through the years, I have had the opportunity to visit some of the famous art galleries and museums in the world, and as I do, I look for the paintings that are my favorites. In one museum, I noticed that a particular painting was missing, and I asked a guide if it had been loaned or sold to another museum. He responded, “No, it is out being cleaned.” From time to time, God removes us from the spotlight so that He might cleanse something from our lives. Always, His perfecting work is a work of removing dross or impurities from our lives so that we might more perfectly reflect Him.
