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Foreword

F
OR ANYONE WHO HAS ever toyed with the notion of “ending it 
all” in an attempt to go to the place of love and light, Joyce 
Brown offers an important reality check. There is a reason why 
we are here and why our life is not over, no matter how bleak 
our current situation may be. Immense rewards—spiritual 
rewards—await those of us who persevere in the face of trials 
and try our best to learn and to grow.

In my own book, I wrote: “The Light was brighter than 
hundreds of suns but did not hurt my eyes. I immediately 
understood it was entirely composed of love, all directed at me. 
I was with my Creator, God, in holy communication. The Light
gave me knowledge that I seemed to be remembering rather
than learning, and included answers to questions that any fool
would ask in the presence of the Almighty. ‘Why are we here?’
To learn. ‘What’s the purpose of our life?’ To l o v e. And, among
other questions, ‘What about suicide?’ The answer I understood was, ‘If you didn’t create it, you can’t destroy it.’ I took that
as advice to not deliberately end our earthly lives prematurely.
Why not? Well, if life is a metaphor for school, consider that
if we drop out in say, March, we cannot at such time as we figure
out we need more education, begin again in March. We have to
repeat the entire school year and probably have to take remedial
classes. We end up working harder than if we had stuck it out in
the first place.”

I wish I had been able to convince Joyce Brown of this earlier in her life, but then she would have missed the most 
remarkable experience of her life.

After a prolonged and serious illness with debilitating pain, 
Joyce Brown willed herself dead. She had a near-death experience, but it was not what she expected. Instead of bliss and 
blessedness, she had an “extremely anguishing experience” 
wherein she suddenly realized all that she had lost by giving up 
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on life. The wispy spiritual body she now possessed could not 
speak to her loved ones or pick up pen and paper to write them. 
She was overwhelmed by a desperate longing for her painracked earthly body as she realized that she could no longer 
communicate to her family how much she loved and missed 
them. She had her chance at earthly life and now it was over.

But fortunately for us, it wasn’t over. A “beautiful Being of 
Light” ushered her into His presence and began to teach her 
about life. She saw that life is like a race and that it is important 
to continue that race until its natural end. The barriers and 
obstacles that we encounter on this race are there to help us 
learn and grow. 

She was shown the agonies of people who had ended their 
lives early and who then tried desperately and without success 
to warn others who were present at their funerals. She came to 
know that there is no such thing as “ending it all” and that the 
problems people face may even get worse when they terminate 
their lives before their time.

She learned how people who appear to “have it all” really 
don’t and why we would not want to trade places with those 
who seem to float through life unscathed by problems.

Chapter 1

Why I Had to Write This Book
Recently, I was very
 ill and there were several days when 
I wondered if I would be called to the Other Side—this 
time for good. That thought greatly worried me; I did not 
want to die before I finished what I was supposed to do on 
earth. I knew that more was expected from me because of 
what I had been shown when I had a near-death experience 
and was on the Other Side. I had not yet shared this experience with some special loved ones and others because I 
was worried about finding the right words and what their 
reactions would be.

Fear Ye Man More than God?

A Whispering of the Spirit
Being so ill, and completely losing my voice for over
two months kindled my fears that I might never be able
to share my experience. A soft whispering of the Spirit
came to me with a question that seemed to ask, “What is
your priority now? If you could, would you speak up?
Fear ye man more than God?” I came to the point that all
I could think about was recording my experience; I began
working on it immediately.

If I can help anyone realize the importance of living
life in a way that can help them achieve a portion of the
joy and peace of mind available on the Other Side, I must
do it. I want peace of mind the next time I die. When I
am questioned again as to what I did with what I had, I
hope I can say that I helped many others with the knowledge I was given.

Myths of the Other Side 

“Let me out of here . . . I want to die!”
Those words expressed my feelings from the time I was 
a small child. If I had been asked whether I wanted to live 
or die, the truthful answer usually would have been, “I 
want to die.”

From my youth, I remember hearing how nice it was 
on the Other Side and how happy people were after they 
died and left this earthly existence. Life after death sounded appealing to me. 

However, in January, 1983, when I was 49 years old, I 
had an experience that forever changed my view about 
committing suicide or even voluntarily giving up and 
choosing to die. It involved my own long-desired death and 
a glimpse of the life beyond. Some people call such events 
near-death experiences and they are talked about more 
openly now than in the past, for which I am grateful. This 
openness helped me have the courage to share my experience on the Other Side.

During my near-death experience I discovered that the
imagination can falsely influence someone into thinking that
killing oneself will take him or her to a better place than this
world. It’s true that a glorious, peaceful sphere may await us
after we die. Suicide, however, will not put us there!

Now I see life, death, and life after life from the position of a person who sincerely desired to die and now 
places a great value on life. Also, I know that life is precious 
beyond all comprehension and that our time here is too 
precious to waste.

The Race of Life

While on the Other Side, I saw that life is similar to a race 
that starts at birth, and that when I was on earth I was one 
of the participants. I saw scenes of a race, and I was running 
with other runners along a designated course. Then 

thoughts came to my mind: what if somewhere in the 
course of the race, I decided I couldn’t wait to get to the 
finish line? Maybe I was too tired to go on, or I felt the race 
was harder than I had anticipated. Would this justify my 
cutting across the field, running directly to the finish line, 
crossing it, then expecting to claim the rewards of a great 
victory? 

What would I really have accomplished? Even if I 
might fool those who didn’t see me cheat, did I think I 
could fool the judges? Did I think they might conveniently 
be looking away at the exact moment I took the shortcut? 
Or could I console myself with the wish that they loved me 
so much they would forgive me—that no consequences 
would flow from my fraudulent action? 

Did I think I could be considered a winner if I didn’t 
earn the victory? I knew it would be an empty victory, and 
in reality, a defeat. Even if the judges forgave me, I would 
still know. How long would I carry my guilt and shame 
before I would be able to forgive myself? Lastly, what of 
the others who witnessed my cheating, and were influenced 
to also take the shortcut? Would I not hold a part of their 
guilt as well? I recognized that taking a shortcut in a race is 
symbolic of suicide.

No Competition

On the Other Side, I discovered that life is precious and 
only if I explored it to its natural conclusion, could I have 
the peace of mind and victory I hoped to claim. Also, 

knowledge was given me that during my time on earth, I 
was not competing with anyone but myself. I knew that the 
only approval I really needed was from that Great, Loving, 
all-knowing Being, the Creator of the Universe—and from 
within myself.

My Father’s Near-Death Experience
I’ve heard accounts of individuals who have had near-death 
experiences who tell of their wonderful feelings of peace. It 
so affects them that they are powerful witnesses of the 
beauty of the Other Side. Sometimes others who are troubled hear these stories and become convinced that they 
could find that love and peace if only they could die. I 
believed that!

When I was in my teens, my father told me of the neardeath experience he had when he was seriously injured in a 
car accident in the early 1950s. He told me of the beauty of 
the Other Side. This encouraged and reinforced my tendency to see death as an escape from my problems on earth 
rather than to seek for answers and solutions. 

The near-death experience that my father had, I 
believe, had a tremendous effect on him, too. Later, in July 
of 1980 when life apparently seemed overwhelming to him, 
he committed suicide. I had not heard from him for some 
time before I received the phone call telling me of his 
death.

At the grave-side services for my dad, I sat staring at his 
steel-gray coffin. The atmosphere felt dark and heavy to 
me. It was as if I could feel some of the despair he felt 
before he took his life. I foolishly thought about joining 
him in death, not realizing that suicide would lead me to 
anguish rather than peace. 

My father’s death by suicide is not something I have 
generally made known. The decision to mention it here 
follows deep soul searching. The last thing I want to do is 
hurt those close to me—members of my family who did 
not know. Suicide is a subject usually not discussed. His 
suicide was sad, but it happened, and it added to my misguided thoughts that suicide was a positive alternative.

Because of What I Know, I Must Speak Up

Because of the fear that I might hurt someone’s feelings, I 
was reluctant at first to speak up. I would not want to cause 
pain to anyone who has lost a loved one to suicide. Yet, I 

know that there are innumerable people who mistakenly 
feel as I did when I believed that all I would have to do is 
give up and die or commit suicide to find lasting happiness. 
I feel compelled to share what I experienced and what I 
personally learned on the Other Side in the hope it will 
save lives and needless anguish for many.

When I was on the Other Side, I gained a new perspective from what I was shown and what I learned from glimpses of premortal life. Scenes of the spirit world, including
revelations of knowledge were impressed upon my consciousness. When viewed from the perspective of life in
the hereafter everything fits together perfectly. Because of
what I learned there, the real purpose for living and making right decisions became clear—as did the reasons not
to give up when tempted to do so.

Chapter2

Anonymous and Comfortable
A few years ago 
while deep in thought, I suddenly became 
aware of the midday news that was on television. The 
anchorman was discussing specific near-death experiences 
that people had related to him. Even with the differences 
in their stories, there were those words again! They were 
saying that it was so peaceful and beautiful on the Other 
Side that they hadn’t wanted to come back.

Since my own journey to the Other Side, those descriptive words have lost their attraction. Instead, they now fill 
me with great remorse. Many feelings welled up within me 
as I remem bered my own experiences over there.

I wanted to cry out, “Please, you are telling how it is 
only for those who are ready to meet their Creator and 
who do not voluntarily take their own lives.”

Silently staring at the television screen, I sat there 
thinking and reliving some of my own experiences. Then I 
heard a news item from a second reporter about two teens’ 
suicides. A boy and a girl left a note saying that they had 
entered into a “love pact” before killing themselves. They 
did this mistakenly believing they would leave this earthly 
life to go to a more beautiful place where they would happily be together forever.

Earlier that week, a seventeen-year-old, who seemingly
had everything to live for, killed himself. He came from a
well-respected family and was active in his religion and
sports. He was admired in many ways and held a leadership
position at school. From outward appearances he was truly
living the American dream.

Many thoughts went through my mind as I heard the 
news commentator speculating on the cause of his suicide. 
Too much stress at school? Too much peer pressure? An 
investigation was in progress to determine whether the 
three dead teens had known each other. Were there connecting factors, or should their deaths be categorized as 
unexplained “chain suicides?”

As I listened to the newscaster stating possible reasons 
for those young people killing themselves, I shud dered. I 
was literally quivering as I went to the television set and 
answered it as if I could be heard. “No! No! Those are not 
the reasons those teens killed themselves.” My mind 
flashed back to some of the things I had seen in my neardeath experience, especially about teen-age suicides. I felt I 
had to warn the newscasters of the dangers in unequivocally using phrases such as “how beautiful and peaceful it is 
on the Other Side.” 

False Beliefs Can Lead to Tragedy
Falsely believing that in death they will find relief from all 
worldly cares can be a powerful enticement for those who 
feel overwhelmed to kill themselves—especially troubled 
young people. I know of such feelings from personal experience! 

After the news broadcast was over, I sat on the couch 
wondering what I could do that might make a difference. 
Feeling compelled to speak up, to do something, I realized I 
could do it in a safe way as I dialed the phone number for 
the television station.

A woman answered with the call letters of the station. 
My voice was trembling, but I expressed my feelings about 
the dangers of the words used by the newscaster. After a 
pause she said, “Just a moment, please,” and put me on 
hold. I wanted to hang up, but the security of being distanced by the telephone, of being a nameless, faceless person just telling the station my opinion, gave me the courage to hold on.

The Other Side Is Not Always Nice

After a time, a man’s voice came on the line. “Can I help 
you?” he asked. With a jolt I recognized the voice of the 
anchorman himself, the one who had reported the teen-age 

suicides. My nervousness began to disappear as I explained 
the possible danger in how teenagers and others could perceive his program’s message.

“It’s not always beautiful for someone on the Other 
Side,” I went on in fervent tones. “The Other Side is not a 
place to escape problems. It is only peaceful over there if 
the timing is right and we do not give up on life. When 
someone gives up and commits suicide, they may discover 
on the Other Side that there were answers available for 
them on earth for their problems. This may cause them to 
feel tremendous anguish and it can be terrible for them 
over there.”

How Do I Know? I’ve Been There!

His quick reply caught me totally off guard. “How do you
know?” It seemed as if the telephone receiver were made
of lead. I didn’t feel like a nameless, faceless person anymore, but I also knew I had to truthfully answer his ques
tion. Up until this moment, I had only shared my experiences on the Other Side with those few I had felt comfortable telling about the matter. Now, all previous
reluctance to speak felt like something tangible that surrounded me.

“Because I’ve been there,” I answered with calm assurance. I felt as though I were standing in a public arena making my announcement to the whole world. If he asked me, I
knew I would have to meet with him personally, speak up,
answer his questions, and tell him what I had experienced.
This would mean leaving my comfortable, anonymous position to substantiate the statements I had made. However, I
was ready—even for interrogation if necessary.

My thoughts seemed to hang in the air as I waited for 
his response. . . . Silence! At last, he asked for confirmation 
in a softer, more open tone, “You have been to the Other 
Side and back personally?” 

When I assured him that I had, he continued, “What 
you experienced over there makes you believe that there’s 
a connection between these teenage suicides and our television coverage of people’s stories about how happy they 
were on the Other Side and how beautiful it was? Is that 
correct?”

“Yes. Most definitely, yes,” I answered quickly. “Even if 
there’s only a remote possibility that your broadcasts were 
a contributing cause and were glamorizing suicide, can you 
afford to take the chance?”

This time he didn’t hesitate, but concluded in a friendly tone. “My co-anchor on the show has been concerned 
about this himself. We’ll take the matter under advisement 
here at the station. Thank you for calling.” With that he 
hung up.

Lasting Peace

Oh, what a relief. I was back to my comfortable, anonymous
position even though I had not backed away from his questions. He had listened politely, and I felt I had accomplished
some thing by com municating at least a tiny part of what I had
experienced on the Other Side. One reason I had wanted to
come back to this life was to warn others and to share how to
find real joy and peace of mind over there . . . lasting peace.

Later that day, I found out that the televised newscast I 
had seen that prompted my call was the third in what was 
to be a five-part series for the week, and each aired both 
morning and evening.

Self-Deluding “Love Pact”
The seventeen-year-old boy had killed himself within 
hours of the first evening’s broadcast. The boy and girl who 
had made a self-deluding “love-pact” killed themselves 
within hours of the second evening’s broadcast. This, the 
third, was scheduled to be rebroadcast on the evening 
news. Five more broadcasts were scheduled. 

Fearing the effect the broadcasts could have, I wondered
if what I had said could make any difference. Sitting down
again on the couch, I leaned back, closed my eyes, and
waited anxiously for the program to come on.

Finally, it was time for the broadcast. As I watched, I 
was pleased to find that telling the news commentator 
some of my experiences from being on the Other Side did 
make a difference—the remaining broadcasts “glamorizing” the teens’ chain-suicides were canceled.

No Such Thing As “Ending It All”

Suicide Is NOT the Way to Happiness

Relieved, I thought back over some of the many times in 
my life that I had longed to leave this earth for a better 
place. I personally know how problems, large or small, can 
trigger feelings of depression and a desire to end it all. But 
there is no such thing as ending it all. If I didn’t know what 
I know now and I still believed there was a nice, peaceful 
place to go to escape all worldly cares regardless of my 
actions, I’d probably be one of the first leading the parade 
to get there. But I know that is not the way to happiness on 
the Other Side. 

My mind drifted along grim, macabre lines. What 
would this world be like and how empty would it be if all 
discouraged, depressed people killed themselves to escape 
to the Other Side?

Still, suicide, and my mistaken thoughts of the peace of 
death, had long been a part of my life. The thoughts had 
been planted like seeds in my mind when I was very young, 
growing quietly like a tumor, surfacing when times were 
difficult. 

My thoughts turned to those earlier times and the 
myths I believed of the peace waiting for me in a beautiful 
place—regardless of my actions.

Chapter 3

Rock Fights and Sleep Learning

In the Beginning

THINKING ABOUT MY CHILDHOOD brought painful memories. 
My mother married my father when she was a young girl 
hoping to find happiness by getting away from an unhappy 
home life. Shortly after they were married she became 
pregnant with me. It was during the depression in 1933, 
and another mouth to feed was a concern for my parents. 
Mother often told me how surprised and unprepared she 
was for my father’s reaction when she told him of her pregnancy. He told her he only wanted the baby if it turned out 
to be a boy.

Well, I was a girl, and that did not help their chaotic 
relationship. Before I was a year old my father bundled our 
few clothes together and dropped us off at my grandparents’ farm where Mother had grown up—the same farm she 
had tried so hard to get away from. My parents divorced 
shortly thereafter.

Childhood was not a pleasant time for me. It was difficult for my mother also, since she could not afford a babysitter and the only job she could get was cleaning a hotel. 
She desperately needed the work, so she took me to the 
hotel and left me by myself in a room down the hall from 
where she was working. I remember her telling me how 
hard it was for her when she received complaints from her 
employer about my crying. 

From the time I was old enough to understand, I knew 
of our extreme financial difficulties and of the problems my 
mother had keeping and raising me. I hated myself for 
being born and becoming the cause of so much grief for my 
mother. I seldom saw my father while I was growing up and 
felt he had rejected me.

Over the years, hearing what a beautiful place the Other
Side was made a vivid impression on me and added to my
belief that dying and going there would be better than living.
When I felt overwhelmed or depressed I would mistakenly
think, “This life is temporary; there is a beautiful place
where I can go when I die and I will be happy there.” Death
seemed a pleasant alternative to life and its problems.

Childhood Thoughts of Suicide

I don’t remember how or when I first heard of a person 
taking their own life, but I distinctly remember thinking 
about suicide and what action I could take to kill myself 
when I was about eight years old. It started with foolish 

thoughts of wishing I had never been born and progressed 
to thinking I could undo life by ending it. 
Soon, suicidal thoughts became habitual whenever I was
confronted with unhappy circumstances. Such thoughts
short-circuited my thinking and my ability to find solutions
for problems. When difficult things happened, I could
always fall back to the comforting notion that I did not have
to stay in the situation and look for solutions. I bought into
the myth of thinking that I could choose to die and go to
eternal happiness whenever I wished.

In my younger years, I did not like school, and because
my mother worked long hours, I was alone and unhappy
most of the time when I wasn’t in school. When my mother
was home with me, I felt I was a burden that kept her from
improving her lot in life. I felt great sadness as I saw schoolmates doing things with family and friends while I was at
home feeling rejected, bored, and depressed. My unhappy
thoughts compounded, and as I grew older, thoughts of suicide became more frequent.

An Army Helmet and Rock Fights

When I was twelve years old, I was very overweight, argumentative, and a real tomboy. Being overweight brought 

me a great deal of painful teasing, taunting (from bullies at 
school), and rejection. I was the brunt of almost everyone’s 
humor. Having a lot of energy, I often used it in unproductive directions that brought me many hurtful experiences. 
It seemed I was always in a fight of some sort. Being a 
natural fighter both helped and hurt me. I even wore an 
army helmet that protected my head during rock fights 
with the neighbor kids. I didn’t start them, but after they 
began, I hung in there until they ended. 

Gradually, however, I lost a lot of my enthusiasm and 
kept to myself most of the time. When I was fifteen, I quit 
school for a short time, but soon discovered how much I 
did not know and found out that my lack of education hindered me in getting employment. Then I went back to 
school eager to learn.  

Hiding from the World
By the time I was eighteen, my weight was normal and I 
had married, but not happily. My feelings of shyness intensified as I became more withdrawn than ever and shied 
away from people. My favorite outfit—a black scarf, a long 
maroon coat, and knee-high black galoshes with big zippers down the sides—made me feel invisible to the world. 

Fear, dread of living, and feeling frightened of people 
were my constant companions, even when I wanted to go 
out to get the mail or the paper. I would peek out the 
drapes to see if anyone was around, then run out, get the 
paper or mail, and dash back into the house. My self-conscious and anxious feelings about meeting people or being 
seen by them were that intense—I was terrified of people!

On my nineteenth birthday I remember feeling exceptionally depressed. I felt “stuck,” and I didn’t see how my 
life could ever get any better. Because I loved youngsters, I 
began tending five children to earn money. Their mother 
was seriously ill, so I had them all the time, day and night. 
The children were extremely active, so tending them 
became an overwhelming task for an inexperienced nineteen-year-old with challenges of her own. The situation 
was demanding, but I did not realize things could get worse 
until all the children came down with chicken pox. I 
yearned for a better way of life.

A “New Me” Wanted
By the time I was twenty-four years old, I had stopped 
tending others’ children; I had three of my own to care 
for—two girls and a boy. My marriage was falling apart, 
and I felt even more overwhelmed. Feeling that I had failed 
at life, I did not like myself at all. I was convinced that I was 
homely, unlikable, and that my situation could never 
improve. I wanted to change and have a new me, a new life. 
I prayed fervently and asked God to help me change—I felt 
as though I had to get away from me, but I didn’t know 
how. My personal life continued to deteriorate, and I 
finally divorced. I felt almost numb to life. 

Sleep Learning Transformation
God answered my prayers, however, and some big changes 
came into my life when I found a unique self-improvement 
course utilizing sleep-learning principles. The learningwhile-sleeping courses promoted new ways of thinking and 
living; I developed new attitudes and confidence. I had not 
previously realized the importance of my thinking and how 
it influenced my behavior. I used the special recordings 
faithfully—bom barding my mind with positive, uplifting 
thoughts and suggestions for confident actions.

Sincere Interest in Others
I replaced negative thoughts of “I can’t”  with positive 
thoughts. I began looking for the good in people and situations around me rather than looking for and expecting the 
worst. With new thoughts in my mind of sincere interest in 
others, I overcame my fear of being around people. 

As my thoughts, attitudes, and actions were significantly transformed, my whole life changed. After a few 
months of intense reconditioning of my thinking, I progressed from a fearful, insecure young woman to one 
studying additional self-improvement courses and doing 
professional modeling. In fact, the first time I modeled on 
television, I wore a swimsuit, and I wasn’t even nervous. I 
truly had a new life and a new me.

“Being Thin”— a Current Fad
However, I had accepted society’s current fad as truth: 
women had to be slender to be attractive. My weight went 
up and down, and whenever I gained weight and didn’t fit 
the mold, I felt inferior and unhappy. 

Being very weight conscious, I became thinner and
thinner. In time, I was underweight and so slender that I
wore a size five skirt held up by an elastic band. Even
though I was 5’ 5” tall and that thin, I still felt overweight.

Soon though, I realized that modeling did not offer a 
future for me. At that time, I had an attractive offer for a 
soft drink commercial, but it required going to a “private 
party” with the agent. There were other similar unacceptable requests so I withdrew from professional modeling.

Answered Prayers

Alone with three small children to raise, I was worried 
about meeting expenses. Then I received an unexpected 
phone call from my father. He helped me financially—

enough that I could even purchase a house. I hadn’t heard 
from him for quite some time, so his call and subsequent 
help and my new attitude, were all answers to prayers.
For a time, life seemed better. I had progressed a long 
way from rock fights in an army helmet and my long 
maroon coat. Yet, even though life was more enjoyable, 
nothing on earth seemed as attractive and appealing as the 
beautiful place I imagined the Other Side to be. I was eager 
to go there and still thought quite often about dying.

Chapter 4

My Trials Were Compounded
At age twenty-six,
 I was injured in an auto accident with
an aftermath of eight spinal surgeries drawn out from
1960 to 1975. I had four separate neck-fusion surgeries
using five pieces of bone taken from my hips. I also had
four low-back surgeries, including a massive bone fusion.
Fortunately, I had insurance that covered most of the surgical expenses.

Around the time of my auto accident in 1960, however,
my children began to develop health problems that ultimately required five surgeries. My son was only two when he
developed a severe kidney infection—nephritis—that continued over the next few years. One day when I had him at
the hospital for tests, I overheard the doctors discussing his
case. They said that because of the recurring episodes of
bleeding from his kidneys and the severity of his strep-throat
infections which were related to the nephritis, he had only a
fifteen-percent chance to live.

All three of my children had repeated and severe strepthroat infections. Several specialists told me it was critical 
for the children to have tonsillectomies, and that the girls 
had growths in their bladders that would also require surgery. At that same time my mother had surgery and was not 
able to help me, nor I her.

Many days I was in bed with my head and neck in traction and in so much pain that I could hardly move. My 
oldest daughter, Suzan, age seven, fixed us cereal or bread 
and milk for breakfast, lunch, and dinner. I felt as though I 
were drowning in problems and taking the children with 
me; I knew they needed better care.

It was very difficult for me, but since I was physically 
incapable of caring for my children, I decided to place 
them in the best foster homes I could find. Anguishing over 
my decision, I prayed they would understand that I was 
letting them go so their needs would be met. Foolishly, I 
blamed God for not giving me the health and home life for 
which I yearned.   

An Unrecognized Blessing with Lasting Benefits
My youngest child, David, was about four years old when 
he left. To me, he was still my “baby boy” and I missed him 
terribly. Foster homes did not work out well for him until 
finally he went to live with an outstanding and highly 
respected family. 

After he had been there about two years, I was still facing additional surgeries. David’s foster family pressed me 
for permission to adopt him so they could give him the 
stability and home life he needed. I was extremely reluctant 
and made it a matter of fervent prayer. After some time, I 
had a definite answer that even though it was difficult for 
me, I was to let him go to them or David would not regain 
his health. So, with many tears, I agreed.

I could see that they sincerely loved him, and he was 
happy and well cared for there. I loved him too much to 
take him from them and bring him back into the chaos he 
would have with me. I missed him so, I thought my heart 
would break. However, with their loving care, his severe 
illness cleared up. He progressed and enjoyed life with a 
devoted father and mother who loved and provided for him 
as if he were their own. 

Again, I thoughtlessly blamed God for the loss of my 
son, not recognizing that He had helped me with David. 
God saved David from the many heartaches he would have 
had if I had tried to keep him. (As an adult, David and I 
have a good relationship, and he has told me that he is 
grateful that I made the best decision for him.)

Inner Struggles

It was hard for the children to understand why they 
couldn’t be with me and have the home life they wanted. 
They didn’t understand why their mom was in the hospital 

or recuperating from surgery instead of being with them, 
and we all felt bad about it. My two daughters, Suzan and 
Patty, were in and out of foster homes and homes of relatives over the next several years as my health and personal 
problems continued.

Despite striving to maintain a positive attitude, my 
feelings of extreme discouragement increased. Years went 
by, and I wanted to escape my life’s situations as I was trying to get the additional back surgery that I needed.

With the passing of time, my children grew to adulthood and married. We had good relationships with each 
other, but they lived in distant locales. They each had children, but circumstances and distance kept me from holding 
or enjoying my grandchildren. I ached inside but tried to 
appear cheerful to others and only cried when I was alone. 
I tried to help others around me find solutions to their 
problems rather than concentrating on what was wrong in 
my own life.

Hard Work with Winning Results

To earn income, I decided I would become a real estate 
agent when I saw the high demand for newly-built homes. 
I determined which company had the highest sales and 

made an appointment to apply. The sales manager who 
interviewed me was adamantly against women in sales with 
his company. For over three hours we had a “friendly 
debate” as he gave excuses why women would not do well 
selling houses not yet built, and I responded with reasons 
why women could do at least as well, or even better than 
men. Finally, he decided to let me try. 

Two of the five other sales
men in the office openly 
joked to each other about me working there, saying how 
foolish it was for me or any other woman to even attempt 
to compete with them. We all participated in a contest of 
the month with our names and the number of sales we 
made on a large blackboard in the office.

Concealing my painful back condition, I spent every free
moment I could in the model home and calling on prospective leads. My hard work paid off when I won the contest for
several months in a row. (Finally, the contest was terminated.) The two salesmen who had taunted me when I was
hired, quit. I was surprised and pleased when I was introduced to the women who were their replacements.

My financial situation had improved considerably, but 
I was not able to keep up with the constant physical 
demands of selling real estate and was forced to resign. Not 
sure what direction my life would take, I continued my 
education by taking university classes when I could. Yet 
thinking about my future was still a big concern. More 
years of personal challenges went by as I kept studying and 
looking for ways to succeed in life.

My oldest daughter, Suzan, had three children. However, 
she had heartbreaking marital problems and finally ended 
her troubled marriage. She suffered a severe brain concussion and other injuries, and then attempted suicide and was 
no longer able to care for her children. 

Her little girl, my granddaughter Crystal, was three 
years old and came to stay with me. My mother also came 
to live with me to help care for Crystal. Suzan’s two other 
little ones, Ki, a boy eighteen months and Lorina, a baby 
girl, stayed with a loving couple since we were unable to 
care for them. 

These were additionally difficult and challenging situations for all of us. But I had progressed to where I no 
longer blamed God for unwanted circumstances. I had 
begun to realize that most of my problems were linked to 
my choices or my family’s choices and without God’s blessings things could have been much worse. 

Since I still had significant pain in my lower back, I 
consulted a specialist and surgeon who recommended and 
then performed spinal surgery. However, the results were 
painfully devastating with extensive complications.

It was over a year before I found an orthopedic surgeon 
who would agree to operate to try to correct what had been 
done to my back in the prior surgery. Afterwards, I was 
grateful that some relief was provided but more surgery was 
needed, and he would not agree to try again.

In 1975, I finally located a highly respected orthopedic 
surgeon who agreed to perform the needed lower-back 
surgery which required a bone fusion.

A week after the surgery, when I went home, I did not 
think my back pain could get any worse, but within about 
four weeks a more painful condition of undetermined cause 
set in. It progressed until I was taken back to the hospital 
by ambulance in excruciating and paralyzing pain from the 
small of my back down. 

Additional specialists were called in, but to no avail. 
After weeks of the most sophisticated tests that were available at the time, it seemed that I would be permanently left 
in this agonizing state of existence with only the use of my 
arms, hands, mind, and voice. The muscles in my body 
were atrophying at an accelerating speed. My leg muscles 
hung shriveled and limp from my protruding bones. 

The hospital’s policy was that a patient could not
remain in their care under hopeless conditions. My doctor, a renowned orthopedic surgeon, a marvelous man
whom I greatly appreciated and respected, delivered this
tragic message to me himself. I was told that my hospital
room had to be vacated for someone with hope of recovery. A gurney was brought to take me by ambulance to a
nursing home.

The staff and doctor seemed surprised at my reaction 
and response. I did not accept what I was told about my 
condition. Knowing how much Crystal and my mom 
needed me, I thoroughly believed I would recover and 
would even walk again. 

Over the years with meditation and subconscious programming (Sleep Teaching) playing softly in the background even in the hospital, I had trained myself to believe 
in and receive miracles. I knew that somehow I would walk 
again. If I went to a nursing home at that time, I felt that I 
would become just a statistic, assigned a number waiting to 
die. I had other plans for my life. When my mental attitude 
was down and depressed, I wanted to die; when it was up, 
as it was then, I believed in miracles.

A quiet gloom seemed to fill the room; but undaunted, 
I asked the doctor if he believed in God. When he replied 
that he did, I said, “I need more time; I will walk again. I 
believe in miracles.” 

After a few seconds of silence, the staff, ambulance 
crew, and the doctor looked from one to another and left 
my room. As the door closed behind them, I closed my eyes 
and silently expressed my gratitude to God in prayer.

Chapter 5

Seeking Solutions and Making Progress
Having been granted additional 
time for recovery in
the hospital, I didn’t like just lying in bed being bored. I
heard a nurse talking about a fun gift available on the
east coast, a little plastic object being sold as a new type
of “sea pet.”

My mind was sparked with ideas. I thought of a pebble 
being a perfect, constant-companion pet. Most pets take a 
lot of care; this one would not. It was getting close to the 
holidays, and since I could not get out to shop, I thought 
this would make a good Christmas gift for some of my family and friends.

In spite of my pain, I felt exuberant as I thought of 
ideas about what to call these new pets and how to care for 
them. Not wanting to portray them as just plain old rockpebbles, I wrote of them as unique pets. Suddenly I thought 
of their name, Pedigreed Pet Pebbles.™

They Bring Good Luck

Ideas continued coming to my mind. Grabbing a pen and 
paper, I began to write. The words flowed quickly:
“Genuine, unique Pedigreed Pebbles™—the Perfect Pets.” 

I described how they could bring good luck, how loyal they 
were, and that they had a long life expectancy. 
Then I began calling printers in the phone book until I 
found one who seemed to understand what I wanted. He 
laughed when he caught on to my idea and agreed to help 
me. He thought it would make a good gift for some of his 
family, too.

Eagerly, I called a cab to pick up my written pages to 
deliver to the printer. I did not realize the stir it would 
cause at the nurses station when the cab driver arrived and 
asked for directions to my room. I chuckled when the head 
nurse burst into my room unable to believe that I had 
called a cab when I couldn’t even sit up.

I called a special friend, Shirley, and asked her to bring 
me some pebbles. When I got them I borrowed some scissors from the nurse and cut out little pieces of my lamb’s 
wool mattress pad and glued them to the tops of the pebbles so they had “fur.”

Finally, the day came when the little booklet was finished. It included copyrights, a story, and several cute illustrations. It seemed to catch people’s interest and they 
encouraged me to make it available in stores.

Several buyers I called agreed to place my pets for sale in
their stores. Over the phone, I ordered little bags to put the
pebbles and manual in so they made a “ready to send” gift.
Calling my friend Shirley again, I asked if she would bring
me some things not usually brought to patients in the hospital: a few yards of fuzzy material, electric scissors, glue, and
a huge container of pebbles; she laughed but agreed.

It was evening before she could get there with everything. Shirley helped stretch out the material in front of me 
and I cut it into strips. She put the pebbles all around me 
in the bed so I could reach them, and hung the strips on the 
metal trapeze-pull-bar over my head until I cut them into 
squares to glue onto the pebbles. Since it was nighttime, I 
thought we would have privacy and be left alone to work.

Lost in the Hospital Bed
Unexpectedly, the door opened and there stood a new specialist who had come to examine me. It was obvious he was 
not happy with what he saw. As he tried to turn me over to 
look at my back, he grumbled that there were books, rocks, 
and little pieces of material all around me. The doctor 
complained that this was the first time he ever had a problem finding a patient in a hospital bed.

My face burned with embarrassment but it did not 
diminish my enthusiasm for my new project. Shirley 
couldn’t keep from snickering at these circumstances and 
the doctor’s surprised reactions. When he left, she continued to help me and then gathered up the finished little 
pebbles which had dropped all around on the floor.

The next day, I made arrangements for someone to 
deliver them to the stores for sale. Those first Pebble Pets 
sold out quickly, and the stores wanted more—a few hundred-dozen more. 

I was thrilled! 
Pedigreed Pet Pebbles™ it seemed, were a 
success. However, even when I offered to split the profits, 
I could not get ongoing help with this project. It was frustrating but I could not fill the orders. Shortly thereafter, Pet 
Rocks,™ a competitive product, came into the stores and I 
watched the sales figures climb out of sight. 

Trying to console myself, I thought that maybe someday Pedigreed Pet Pebbles™ would be back. In the meantime, 
they would have to patiently wait to belong to their new 
owners. 

My attention was once again focused on making it day 
by day and hour by hour. The pain in my back and down 
my legs was indescribable. However, I was determined to 
recover. 

Logic vs. Faith
According to logic, reason, and medical science, I would 
never walk again; X-rays showed irreparable and permanent spinal damage. However, gradually and agonizingly, 
but miraculously, I forced, willed, and prayed movement 
and life into my back and legs. Bombarding my mind with 
positive suggestions—using Sleep Teaching continuously 
in the hospital—I welded the words into my mind and 
heart, “I will, I can walk again.”  

My thoughts focused on faith-promoting slogans such 
as, “As you believe, so shall you receive. Set your mind on 
a course and watch the world step out of your way for its 
accomplishment” (Napoleon Hill). And I grew stronger 
every day.

Slowly, I noticed a half an inch, then an inch of movement. With miracles, mental programming, and the use of 
a special medical device known as an electrical-tens-unit to 
decrease the pain, I eventually made enough progress to go 
home to a hospital bed in my living room. With the help of 
Mother and Crystal, who was four years old at the time, I 
continued my recovery at home. Though my condition was 
improved and there was hope, I was still quite helpless; if 
the house had caught on fire, I could not have gotten out 
of bed by myself.

Mother had a full-time job but managed to assist me. 
After breakfast, she put things within my reach that I 
needed for the day. She put Crystal’s and my lunch in the 
refrigerator and made sure the phone was near. She 
brought me a large drink, enough to last for the day. Then 
she left for work until evening.

My Little Angel

I don’t know what I would have done without my mother’s 
and granddaughter’s help. Crystal was loving and sweet like 
a little angel. Having her there lifted my spirits and helped 
me in many ways. She was so cheerful and cute with her 

dark hair and beautiful large blue eyes; it seemed she was 
always smiling. We played school and sang songs. Then she 
would watch TV.

Prayer and Mental Pictures
With the bed piled high with the phone, books, positive 
mind-programming materials, and things for me to keep 
working on, I tried to generate some income. All materials 
had to be within arm’s reach for me to use. Crystal would 
get things for me that fell. I kept the Sleep Teaching 
recordings going continuously, programming my mind 
with the will and belief that I would accomplish my goals: 
I would walk again and succeed!

Later, doctors determined that after the last surgery, an 
undetected, disc-space infection had developed which was 
the source of my pain.  I was given antibiotics, but I developed a reaction to them with side effects that caused permanent inner ear damage. This added other challenges of 
living in a world that shakes and spins all the time because 
I have lost my sense of balance, gravity, and direction. I had 
taken for granted these marvelous systems of the body—
until they were gone.

The First Law of Learning Is Repetition
Studying, pondering, and meditating on scriptures and 
books filled with Great Universal Truths, I programmed 
them into my mind and heart. Fervently praying for miracles, I remember meditating and mentally picturing creative ideas and opportunities coming into my life. I knew 
that thoughts are creative, and I mentally pictured miraculous results. I knew the first law of learning is repetition, 
and I kept repeating what I believed would work.

A Business Idea

At that time, there had been many items in the news concerning severe energy shortages and a need for solutions
to environmental health problems. This piqued my interest. I called schools, businesses, and governmental agen
cies for information explaining the problem and need for
solutions.
One day the phone rang. It was an acquaintance telling 
me he knew of a successful businessman who was knowledgeable in these subjects. He told me my questions could 
probably be answered by this gentleman and arranged a 
luncheon appointment for us. I had been careful not to let 
the seriousness or the after-effects of my surgery be known. 
I knew that feelings of pity for my situation would not 
attract opportunities to me. He didn’t even suspect I was 
still lying helplessly in a hospital bed in my living room. 
The businessman’s time was flexible; I made our appointment for three weeks later.

Determination Creates Results
Thoughts of that waiting appointment helped me try harder
every day until I could lift my head, sit up, and then with the
help of a tight back brace, get up and walk. Finally, approximately two months after my release from the hospital, I  kept
that appointment and made it out of the house. Forcing back
the tears, I cinched up my back brace extra tight, wore a long
dress to cover my leg brace, and used a walking stick.

The businessman sent his chauffeur who helped me 
down the walk to the limousine and drove me to the meeting. They had no idea I could not have driven myself there 
at that time.

As we sat eating lunch and discussing revolutionary 
ideas, I braced myself against the arm of the chair trying to 
ease my pain. My back brace was cinched up so tightly to 
help hold me up that it almost cut off my breath, but I 
managed to conceal my discomfort.

At that meeting, I learned about potential opportunities for women-owned firms in the field of environmental 
health. Creative ideas came into my mind that seemed 
workable. This opportunity seemed a tangible answer to 
my prayers. The businessman wished me luck on my new 
quest for further information and had his chauffeur drive 
me back home.

Belief Leads to Action
Believing in the potential of my new venture, I obtained 
another loan on the house and the money enabled me to 
begin searching for a way to accomplish my goals. Also, I 
received training as a professional consultant. 

With new crutches, back braces, leg braces, and the 
medical tens-unit that sent electrical stimulation to my 
spine to help ease the pain, my travel and search for environmental solutions in the high-technology industry began. 
I believed that ingenuity + courage + work = luck and opportunity, and that luck + opportunity + faith = miracles. With determination, I started on a new adventure.

In 1980 my mother retired from her employment and 
purchased a mobile home. She and Crystal (who was then 
nine years old) moved. I missed them but it improved our 
relationship. When we lived in the same house, it seemed 
my mom and I were constantly having disagreements.

While working to obtain the sought-after contracts, I 
received many negative comments such as, “Why don’t you 
go back to the kitchen and leave complicated things to 
men.” And “Women were never meant to work in a man’s 
world.” And, “What makes you think you can do this? 
Women can’t work in a man’s field.” Those comments hurt 
but did not deter me. 

Keep On Keeping On
Forging ahead was not easy, but I felt I had to “keep on 
keeping on.” During this period of time, however, I not 
only walked on my own, but traveled to many areas and 
met with many interesting and knowledgeable people. 
Pursuing my education, including specialized training, I 
learned about environmental health solutions for private 
industry and governmental agencies. 

My efforts paid off, and I obtained a valuable twentyyear government contract. The future seemed secure for 
me and my family, and I was enthusiastic about it as I 
received recognition from experts in the fields of hightechnology and environmental health. 

Contracts and Cash Flow

The project proceeded successfully from 1978 through
1980 and held even more promise as other communities
requested similar contract information. A division of a
large corporation I had hired as my agents and the project

administrators took care of the accounting and a significant cash flow, and I relied on them. Together, we
addressed the concerns of the employees, politicians, and
the community. I worked hard coordinating engineering,
organizing the projected construction, and arranging the
financing.

My agents took charge of the money and at the time, 
I believed in their figures. My contract with them provided that I receive a percent of the net; I did not realize 
that the net amount could be “adjusted.” There were 
always complicated excuses for why there was never much 
left over. I was under tremendous stress to keep the project
running smoothly and “next year” was always promised for 
the project’s “real” funds to be coming in that would benefit me and let my company develop as projected.

I was encouraged to “go develop other projects” since 
this one was coming along so successfully. Believing my 
agents were taking care of things at the project, I worked 
at becoming more knowledgeable in health concerns and 
in technology for the project’s expansion.

Gaining Knowledge and Confidence
I had regained my health to a remarkable degree. Now, no 
one could tell by my outward appearance that I still had a 
lot of back pain and problems with my balance. I had 
worked at concealing these conditions to the point that it 
was extremely difficult for me to admit that I had pain or 
needed medical care. 

Knowing this, my physician gave me a letter to carry 
when I traveled explaining that I understate my problems 
with pain. Also, because of having severe labyrinthine dysfunction (balance problems) he gave me a letter which 
explained that I was not precluded from driving, even 
though walking was difficult for me. (I still carry up-dated 
letters in case of an emergency.) 

When I was able, I attended international business 
conferences and gained valuable knowledge as I studied 
advanced technology and went to specialized seminars. It 
was fascinating listening to and interacting with top scientists from all over the world as they discussed solutions to 
environmental health and hazard problems. 

Opportunities were abundant to provide needed solutions working with some of the leading engineers in the 
world such as Ellis Armstrong, past Commissioner of the 
Bureau of Reclamation and past Chairman of the World 
Energy Conference, who had additional widely recognized achievements. With a team of other such knowledgeable and professional experts from companies such as 
Dow Chemical Co. and E.F. Hutton, I was eager to 
develop other potential projects.

In the near-darkness, I lost 
my balance and fell. My face struck something on the floor 
that fractured my skull in two places around my left eye 
socket. However, my attention was predominately on the 
pain in my right eye. It felt as though a large foreign object 
of some kind were in it.

The next morning, I went to an ophthalmolo 
gist. After 
examining my eye, the doctor put a patch over it saying I 
had scratched the cornea. He said he would not know for 
ten days whether I would lose the vision in it. X-rays 
showed the skull fractures. Nothing could be done for the 
swelling and fractures around the left eye. 

Hardly believing this was happening to me, I nervously 
laughed when I looked in the mirror at myself with a swollen, black eye on the left and a big patch on the right. It 
became even more of a struggle to be positive and to avoid 
feeling sorry for myself.

Later, I learned these were some of my better days for 
a long time to come!

I was assured by my agents that my presence was not
needed at the project. A bleak and lonely Christmas came
and went while I was not only house-bound with pain, but
worried that I might be losing my vision. On New Year’s
Eve, I was still confined to the house, not at all happy with
what was going on. That evening, I was sitting in my living
room ponder ing my situation, feeling sad that I had missed
all the possible fun of the holidays.

Feeling water dripping on me, I looked up and saw the 
ceiling over my head sagging. With a shock I realized that 
the roof was leaking. I had replaced the roof only three 
years before—an expensive, messy job I didn’t want to go 
through all over again.

Pushed to the Edge
Everything seemed to be pushing in on me at once: my 
loneliness, the stress associated with my business and lack 
of money, the severe pain in my back, the possible loss of 
my vision, and now the leaking roof. I sat in the chair pondering the many problems that weighed on me while I 
watched the water falling on the furniture. My habit of 
thinking I wanted to escape my earthly challenges resurfaced as I thought, “Oh, let me out of here; I want to die. I 
just want to die.”

While I was still recovering in January, 1982, I fell again.
I went down hard and broke my tail bone. It hurt terribly.
(Later, my muscle weakness that caused my falls was diagnosed as Myasthenia Gravis—Muscular Dystrophy—and
more.)

Respiratory infections began plaguing me, and I was 
frequently bedridden with one illness after another. I 
would get a sore throat and be unable to get over it. The 
doctors weren’t sure what to do as I began having severe 
reactions to the prescribed antibiotics. I began hurting and 
aching all over. My muscles were weak and I had trouble 
swallowing. If I cannot get well, I thought again, I just want 
to die.

Wanting Peace in a Beautiful Place
Believing in God and Heaven, I wanted to go to that beautiful place and have the peace of mind I had heard others 
tell about. I began praying that I would die. As time passed, I 
became physically worse with episodes of intense sweating 
followed by intense chilling. Also, I developed an allergic 
reaction to the chemicals in my clothing. In fact, many 
items in my environment that had never bothered me 
before would trigger a series of sweatings that would leave 
me drenched, and then I would chill.

Many days Mother came to take care of me. To battle 
the sweating and chilling, I changed my clothes several 
times a day. It took much of my strength, along with her 
help, for me to have dry clothes—and to just exist. Some 
special friends and neighbors often shopped for me and 
brought in meals. 

Striving to overcome these ailments, I wanted to believe
that any day things would get better. I wanted to conceal my
illness. I had been assured by my agents that they were competently working in my behalf and that I was being properly
represented at all meetings; I was told that my presence was
not necessary. Not feeling needed by anyone, I avoided contact with friends and associates except for phone calls when
I was feeling well enough to talk.

My condition fluctuated, but I became progressively 
worse. The doctors couldn’t tell me what was wrong without running extensive tests. Since I no longer had insurance, I could not afford the tests.

Give Me This Day . . . Lasting Peace in Death
As the pain became more severe, I began asking caring 
friends to pray with me that I could die and be released 
from these trials. They told me they were praying for 
God’s will to be done. They also said that as they prayed 

they felt that I was going through these trials for a purpose, 
but that I would have my choice to live or die. I had made 
my choice. I wanted to die! 

The bronchitis and respiratory infections continued. 
Then I began bleeding from up inside my head and down 
my throat. I would wake up in the mornings almost unable 
to breathe. Consulting an ear, nose, and throat specialist, 
X-rays showed no medical problems, and the doctor could 
not pinpoint any cause for my problems.

A whole year had gone by since I started this downward
spiral. It was December 1982 and I was still painfully alive.
Believing that my family didn’t really need me anymore, I
continued to wish I could die naturally and be released from
this living hell called life. The pain in my joints and body
increased, and I could walk only by bracing myself on furniture.

Ticket to Paradise

In January 1983, a doctor I greatly respected performed 
some tests that revealed I had a low white-blood count so I 
was not fighting off the infections; I would continue to get 

worse. Also, I was informed that the tests revealed I had 
rheumatoid arthritis; in a short period of time I would be 
in a wheelchair, never to walk again. By having increasing 
pain and being bedridden with worsening rheumatoid 
arthritis and a low white-blood count not fighting the continued infections, I would most likely get pneumonia and 
die a natural death.

On the day I heard this news, I believed God was handing me my ticket to paradise. I wouldn’t have to commit 
suicide—I thought I would just die. I was happier than others would be if they had unexpectedly won tickets to 
Hawaii.

It was physically difficult that day to take my shower; 
but feeling so elated about dying gave me a little extra 
energy. I was fantastically happy that I was going to die and 
go to my imagined place of “forever happiness and joy.” As 
the water sprayed over me, I was thinking of how wonderful I was going to feel when I left all my problems behind. 

A song joyfully came to my mind and I sang parts of it:
Somewhere over the rainbow . . . where troubles melt like lemon 
drops, away above the chimney tops, that’s where you’ll find me.
The words and melody of that tune stayed in my mind for 
hours and lulled me to sleep that night with pleasant 
thoughts of my coming “trip.” Those words portrayed the 
new attitude I had for the next few days. 

My dying, I thought, would take a little time and that
was okay! It meant I would be able to complete my earthly affairs, such as making my burial arrangements. I would
have to do them slowly because I was so ill. Still, I
wouldn’t leave my family in chaos, and that was important
to me. I believed it would be much better for my loved
ones when I died.

Chapter 7

I Went to the Spirit World
A few days later,
 I felt weaker and more ill than ever. I 
was alone that day. As the morning wore on, I continued to 
feel much worse. I began worrying and thought, I can’t die 
yet; I’m not quite ready. 

I wanted to pray, but was too weak to kneel on my own. 
The bathroom was large and attractive with an ivory-marbled tub and white-lace shower curtains. I decided I would 
use the edge of the bathtub to lean on. I managed to get into 
the bathroom even though the pain in my body was intense, 
and I had lost most of my strength. Supporting myself by 
leaning over the side of the tub, I maintained as reverent a 
posture as I could to pray. 

I Wanted to Die—But Not Yet
I wanted to pray for just enough strength to finish a few 
critical tasks before I died. I bowed my head in prayer but 
before I was able to formally ask, I heard a voice as distinct 
and clear as if the speaker were standing directly above me. 
The voice said, powerfully, “If you come, you come now!” 

With that, my strength left me and I slumped forward. 
All the air went out of me as I felt a sinking heaviness in my 
body. With a swoosh up and outward, I left my body and 
found myself behind and slightly elevated from my body, 
my feet not touching the floor. I felt weightless and the 
physical pain was gone. 

Spiritual Shock
I had thought that when people die, they went through a 
tunnel away from the world with its challenges and its 
problems to the beautiful, happy place I’d heard about—
but I did not. I was shocked that death and dying was not 
what I had expected it to be. The room seemed to have no 
limitations to my view as I looked up, around, and then 
down. Looking down, my attention focused on my body 
slumped lifelessly over the tub. 

Immediately, I noticed the difference between seeing
myself from the mirror’s flat surface to observing my
body’s shape as another person could see it including a
total view from the back. Looking around, I realized that
my sight was not limited to the use of my eyes. I could see
360 degrees around me. I had always thought of vision as
occurring in the one direction I focused on. But I could
see behind me and in front as well as above me. In this
sphere, there was sort of an instant visual awareness of
everything around me.

I felt wispy, almost transparent. I was aware that I could 
go through a wall and my hand could go through anything. 
I was also very aware of my limitations without my body; 
the knowledge was simply there. Anything I had not said 
while on earth would remain unsaid, anything I had not 
written while on the earth would not be written. I could 
not pick up anything—not even a piece of paper.

Heavenly Hologram

It is difficult to describe what happened next. Events did 
not slowly progress from one phase to another as they had 
when I was alive on earth. Everything seemed to be hap
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pening almost instantaneously. Consequently, it is difficult 
to separate this experience into periods of time or to differentiate it into stages. The Other Side’s dimension and 
my experiences there were as a whole, like a hologram. 
God’s universe was complete; it was magnificent beyond 
belief and absolutely beyond earthly description.

Vast knowledge and immeasurably deep feelings relating to my own personal development accompanied everything I experi enced on the Other Side. This was the most 
vivid, personal experience I have ever known. I have struggled to find the right words to share this marvelous, yet 
extremely anguishing experience.

The Spirit World Is Real

Vividly aware I was in a spiritual realm, I knew I was in a 
sphere of afterlife, a place without my body, a space and 
time before resurrection. I had not realized there were distinct phases of afterlife—the spirit world when I would be 

without my body, and resurrection when my spirit and body 
would be reunited. 
This different realm was more realistic, authentic, and
factual to me than earth-life’s sphere. This was, without question, the most stark, real thing I had ever experienced. All else
seemed insignificant in comparison; but I was shocked that
nothing in the spirit world was as I expected it to be.

Everything fit with a sharp reality, however, and with 
new knowledge in my mind. I had read in the Bible that the 
spirits of some people who had died long before Christ’s 
resurrection were finally reunited with their bodies after 
His resurrection. I realized that they must have been in a 
wispy, spirit world similar to this one until the time of their 
resurrection. 

A desperate longing for my physical body overwhelmed 
me as I realized how terribly limited I was without it. I 
wanted to communicate with my family, to tell them I loved 
them and missed them, but I could not. 

My chance on earth was over, and now it was too late. 
I realized with feelings of remorse that what I had thought 
of as dying and being in a state of “paradise” was not at all 
as I had anticipated. 

Chapter 8

In the Presence
of God's Light and Love
Suddenly, I was in
 the presence of a beautiful Personage 
who radiated an overpower ingly brilliant white light. I 
knew that my natural eyes could not have endured this 
light. His Presence was brighter than anything I could have 
imagined. He was glorious and inspiring—radiant with 
love. I was filled with an awesome knowledge about God, 
His power, and His love. It permeated my whole being, and 
I received my own special witness that Jesus IS the Christ, 
the Son of God, and He is filled with saving grace.

How humbling! I felt I should bow or kneel to show my 
reverence. I had always loved my Creator, but I had never 
felt an actual personal relationship with Him.

While in the Presence of this Personage of Light, I was 
instantly and keenly aware of the fact that God is real! I 
was also keenly aware of a definite purpose for life. New 
understandings and meanings of life’s happenings flooded 
my mind. And I knew that earth life is the time to repent 
and prepare to meet God. I was given heavenly answers for 
earthly challenges.

God’s Love
My love for God was greater than I had thought possible, 
beyond my earth-life’s comprehension. I realized God 
loved me unconditionally and that He knew all about me. 
My own self-awareness of my thoughts and actions was 
sharply intensified. I wanted to shrink away from God and 
His Presence of love and truth. I felt great anguish, 
remorse, and sorrow for things I had done in life that I 
knew I should not have done, and for things I knew I ought 
to have done that I did not do while I was alive on earth. 

As my understanding increased, my love for the
Creator of the universe increased. I felt an overwhelm ing 
appreciation for the blessings I had received in earth life. 
However, the more that I realized the opportun ities I had 
in life, the more my anguish intensified for having not used 
my time on earth better. 

The Personage standing before me radiated such a
bright light it was difficult to make out particular features.
But He was powerful, all knowing, and so loving. I felt His
unconditional love radiating throughout my mind and soul.
I had no idea there could be so much love for or from anyone, or that I had the ability to have these deep feelings of
love for someone else. Instantly I knew that people do not
have to be in a high-ranking position in earth life for God to
love them. His love is boundless, limitless. He loves everyone, and I realized how important all of us are to Him.

I thought of loving someone with an intense and all 
encompas sing emotion, the most love anyone could ever 
feel for a child or a companion, and I knew that  love is 
nothing compared to the love we have for our Creator as 
we come to know Him.

The Ultimate Joy—

Being in His Presence
My earlier thinking was that if I could have a moment with 
God, or someone representing Him, there would be many 
questions I would like to ask. But I discovered I didn’t 
desire to ask Him anything. I just wanted to enjoy His 
presence, to bask in His love, to be with Him. 

Then I thought about being reunited with loved ones 
after a long separation. All I would want is to be in their 
presence, to love them, to feel their love for me in re turn. 
Bringing them up to date on events or quizzing them 
would seem foolish. 

Feeling encircled in this love was a wondrous experience. I knew that the most horrible thing that could ever 
happen to me, my family, friends, or any of us who knew 
God would be to do something that would cut us off from 
His Presence. To be anywhere else but in that presence 
would truly be hell. 

With new-found understanding of God’s love, I knew I
had let Him down. As I realized this, my understanding was
opened. Knowl edge flooded my consciousness and thousands of different subjects instantaneously lit up my comprehension. This experience simply defies explanation.

Inner Awakening
It wasn’t that this knowledge was coming from an outward 
source—it was as though knowledge which had always 
been within me was awak ened. It was as if, in an instant, a 
cloud evaporated from my mind and I had access to more 
knowledge and understanding than I had ever imagined. I 
knew my Creator was all knowing, all powerful, and able to 
reveal all needed things to my view. 

In Scriptures and Holy Writings many great truths are 
taught in symbolic parables; perhaps some of the things I 
was shown were visual parables of great truths. I saw things 
I was familiar with used as representations of concepts. I 
saw these concepts as complete blocks, not merely as 
words. Words were not necessary and thoughts were simply known and didn’t need to be spoken. 

Pure and higher forms of com munication took place 
there—mostly through thoughts. By comparison, earthlife communications seemed limiting and archaic. The free 
flow of ideas and instant understanding were so much 
quicker and clearer in the spirit realm. It was communication from mind to mind, being to being.

God-Given Answers
Always-present knowledge, Eternal Truth that in some way 
constantly surrounds us, was revealed to me. I understood 
that many of these Eternal Truths are also available during 
earth life, although they are not easily perceived. They are 
available when the time is right and an individual is willing 
to make a delib erate effort to tune into the right wavelength. I was filled with a stark reality of knowledge. I discovered there is no new truth. Truth is eternal and everpresent. 

Suddenly, the answers to questions and challenges I 
had in life came so quickly and seemed so obvious, I felt 
repentant for even wondering. I understood reasons  for 
problems and answers to problems. I immediately yearned 
to come back to earth life and share what I had learned 
with my family, loved ones, and others.

Sands in an Hour Glass
Also, I was aware I had 
created  an anguishing hell for 
myself, because I could have done more with my time on 
earth than I did. I knew that time, as it was known on earth, 
was limited, running out like sands in an hour glass beginning at birth and continuing until death. Time was to be 
used wisely and however it was spent, it could not be called 
back. Earth life was the foreign sphere, and time on earth 
was temporary, limited, and precious!

Thinking of some of the people I had known in my life 
who had wasted a lot of their time hurting others, I realized 
that God sorrowed when they did wrong, but He still loved 
them. Feeling great sadness for them, I realized how they 
were really hurting themselves. I understood that each person has a definite purpose for living and only so much earth 
time to fulfill that purpose.

Challenges and Rewards

Viewing my own life’s experiences, I saw that learning selfcontrol is a great challenge and takes time. Some of the 
greatest strengths we can develop are those required to 

control feelings and emotions, 
especially the strength required 
to harness the tongue. However, I saw rich, eternal rewards 
such as better family relationships that could be reaped by 
striving to master these things. 

I knew that every act of kindness carries a reward. It 
was amazing to me that even little kind acts could reap very
large rewards. Every good attitude, everything right I had 
ever done in my physical body had been a gift to God and 
to me.

My new understanding included knowing that any 
wrong deed I had done with unrighteous motivation or 
intention was actually hurting me. Many rewards that could 
have been mine were lost because of my own actions or my 
sins of omission. I was shown how everything I did during 
my earth life had consequences; every action I took had a 
definite reaction and brought an appropriate reward or a 
just punishment—a cause and effect, as if I were planting 
seeds and reaping exactly what I sowed.

Planting and Reaping

Scenes flashed quickly before my view and I saw farmers of 
all eras—weary, medieval peasants tilling the ground with 
crude stick-tools, others dragging wooden plows; then 

futuristic, sophisticated machines crawling over immense 
fields, row after row, field after field, planting seeds. My 
interest and attention was not on the farmers or their surroundings; I was fascinated with the seeds and the miracles 
of growth connected to them.

Time was compressed. No sooner had they planted 
than they began harvesting what they had sown. Those 
who planted corn reaped corn, those who planted carrots 
reaped carrots. Those who planted rice reaped rice.
Someone planting carrots would not reap apples. Whatever 
was planted was harvested—in its own kind.

This Life Is the Time to Plant
Rapidly, these scenes appeared to my view. Then the
scenes changed, and now people were harvesting love
and kindness because they had sown love and kindness
with their intended actions, while beside them others
were reaping hateful, hurt feelings and violence, because
they had sown hate and hurting of others with their
intent and actions.

Every kindness, every right decision, every forbearance 
was returned in kind; every cruel act, every hurtful decision, every quick-tempered retort reaped a like result. All 
the time these scenes were playing before my view, I 
recalled a proverb I had heard during earth life: As ye sow,
so shall ye reap. (Galatians 6:7)

The messages of the scenes I viewed became clear to 
me: forgiveness reaps forgiveness, mercy reaps mercy, love 
reaps love, violence reaps violence—the harvest of anger at 
others is anger directed at oneself. The eternal truth is that 
no one can escape harvesting what they plant. 

Then I knew that earth life is a time to plant, and the
Other Side is the ultimate time of the law of the harvest—
as we give, so shall we reap. I was reaping anguish because
of what I had sown during my earth life. I had made my
own choices in life as to how to think and act. With my
thoughts, actions, and reactions to situations and to others’
actions I had created for myself what I was receiving. I
had not realized that while I was alive on earth I had been
building my character, my spiritual being, and determining my own harvest of eternal rewards, or lack thereof. I
discovered that I chose  joy or agony by my thoughts and
actions during my earth life.

Also, I had a vivid awareness that studying Scriptures 
and Holy Writings would have revealed great truths that 
were grand keys to solving problems, achieving lasting 
peace of mind and eternal enjoyment. 

During my earth life, my love and knowledge of the
Great Creator of the Universe was limited, but now I was
filled with His love for me and mine for Him. My love and
gratitude to Him for my many blessings seemed endless;
my love for others was increased—it was all-encompassing—and I realized how important we all are to each
other. Again, I was filled with anguish for not having used
my time on earth more productively. I had wasted precious time wanting to die.

Being in the presence of this Personage of Love and 
Light made me wish I had used every minute I had on earth 
planting love so I could reap blessings.

Chapter 9

A Spirit Contorted in Sorrow and Pain
Suddenly, I seemed to 
be transported through time with 
scenes quickly passing my view. Then I was in a chapel with 
flowers everywhere—large beautiful bouquets on pedestals. The room was crowded with somber people; the only 
sounds were soft whispers and muffled sobbing. I could see 
everyone there, but they could not see me and no one 
reacted to my presence. 

Glancing around, I saw a line of mourners filing slowly past a modest casket. The body of a young woman with 
shoulder-length, strawberry-blond hair lay in the casket.
Mortuary skills and cosmetics had given her a placid 
expression; she looked peaceful and beautiful. How sad, I 
thought—such a young woman robbed of everything earth 
life had to offer.  

My view then focused on an older woman sitting off to 
one side. She seemed dazed, her eyes staring into space. 
The pain emanating from her was undeniable. I knew at 
once she was the dead woman’s mother, hurting as any parent would when burying one’s child. Two beautiful little 
girls, perhaps four and six years of age, were with her. They 
were daughters of the deceased woman and this woman’s 
grandchildren, and they were sobbing uncontrollably. 
Their hair had been lovingly done by a caring relative and 
they were both dressed in frilly, blue dresses with white 
lace trim. 

Somehow, I knew these dresses had been pur 
chased
by their dear mother for a happy occasion in the recent
past. Now they were being worn for her funeral. The
youngest child sat on her grandmother’s lap, clinging to
her and weeping desperately. The six-year-old stood at
the side of the grandmother, her face buried in her hands.
Her little shoulders shook with her sobs. The children
could not stop crying, but their grandmother, in such pain
she hardly seemed to realize they were there, was unable
to offer comfort.

I understood her thoughts: How was she ever going to 
take the place of the children’s dead mother? She was older, 
with few financial resources and even fewer physical 
resources on which to draw. How could she ever love them 
enough to ease the pain of losing a mother who had left 
them by choice?

The Anguish of Reaching Out in Vain
The dead woman had not died in a tragic acci 
dent or of 
disease. This knowledge came vividly to my mind. She had 
taken her own life, died by her own actions, voluntarily 
giving up her chance to accomplish anything more during 
earth life. 

Suddenly, I saw the spirit of the young woman kneeling 
at her mother’s feet. She was different from the others in 
the chapel. Her body was not full and solid as were the 
bodies of her mother and children and the other mourners. 
She was wispy and transparent as I was at that moment—a 
spiritual body, not a physical one—and her face was contorted in sorrow and pain. Her mortal body lay a few feet 
away in the coffin, yet her essence, her spirit, her soul was 
here, sobbing at her mother’s knees. I heard her thoughts, 
her words. She was sorry, oh, so sorry, for what she had 
done to them. She ached for them and the pain they were 
experiencing because of her actions. 

She reached out, unable to touch them or to be felt by 
them. Her desperate attempts to make herself heard or 
understood failed utterly. She tried to take the oldest girl 
into her arms to comfort her; she wanted to console, to 
caress her children, but they didn’t even know she was 
there.

I listened as she begged their forgiveness. She was desperate to make them understand, but they could not hear 
her words. All she could do was watch in torment as they 
suffered from her actions. I realized she had been a single 
mother raising these little girls alone. The emotional and 
physical responsibilities had over whelmed her; she had 
come to the point where she felt that her problems and 
pressures were too great to endure. She felt depressed and 
allowed her feelings of despon dency to grow to the point 
that she mistakenly felt that release from life was her only 
solution.

The Tragedy of Death By Choice
She had committed suicide thinking she would find
peace—and sometime in the future she probably will find 
forgiveness and peace. But for now, she instead found misery as she helplessly watched the pain she had inflicted on 
the ones she so loved. Instead of being free from emotional strife, she was feeling intensified sorrow, compounded with regret for what she had done to her family. I could 
sense her agonized frustration—she was unable to communicate with or console her loved ones. She was utter ly 
helpless to aid them in any way. 

(In suicide, as in all things, only God is the ultimate 
judge and will decide the degree to which each person is 
accountable for their actions.)

A View of the Future
As I watched the scene, my view changed and I envisioned
the girls begin to grow up, raised by their grandmother.
Their dead mother continued observing their progress
and their pain as they grew up without her. Her torment
was great as she saw how they needed her, longed for her,
hated her, and dealt with the fact of their mother’s abandonment (which they perceived as rejection) at every
stage of their lives.

She saw her children’s sorrow and how she had personally handicapped them. And when they would need
her, she would be unable to reach them with her love.
Physically she would not be there for them—never could
be there for them. How she longed to hold them. She
wished she could undo her death and return to her children. I understood that she would watch, not only her
children, but others in her life who had been wounded by
her choice to kill herself.

The Ripple Effect
The analogy of a pebble thrown into a pond came to mind. 
The ripple that results expands outward and ultimately 
affects an area immeasurably larger than the size of the 
pebble itself; the ripple travels on and on. I understood that 
every action in life, especially suicide, affects so many 
people that its effect seems endless. The ripples—often 
more like tidal waves—caused by the deed roll outward, 
touching many lives. 

My Personal Hell

Having willed myself to die, akin to suicide in my case, I 
knew that my inner hell would be viewing the loved ones I 
had left, witnessing the repercussions of my actions. Such 
thoughts stayed with me throughout my experience. It 

would be my own personal hell seeing and not being able 
to alleviate the sorrow that my actions caused. I was my 
own judge and was now judging from the Spirit World’s 
all-seeing, all-knowing perspective. 

The knowledge that I could have done better was agonizing. Seeing my attitudes and actions in the light of truth 
was misery to my soul. I yearned to warn my family and 
others of the regret and anguish that I was experiencing. 
Intensely I wanted to return to my mortal life and again 
have the privilege of living in my physical body even with 
its pain and illnesses—even with the same conditions I had 
sought to escape for so many years. 

The Tragedy of Teen-Age Suicide
As quickly as I grasped this, I was shown another scene. 
Again, I was at a funeral, viewing a person who was 
deceased. I was standing at the head and slightly behind a 
beautiful, very expensive casket made of rich rosewood. I 
knew that this entire funeral had been elaborately expensive and that the high cost of the funeral was an attempt of 
grieving parents to soothe their pain.

As I watched, again no one seemed aware of my presence. Before me stood four mortal beings and a spirit personage. I understood at once who each person was and what
they were feeling. Standing next to me was the spirit personage of a young man. His form, like that of the young mother I had previously seen, was wispy, nearly transparent. He
was a good-looking teenager with sandy-colored hair cut
short. His natural intelligence was apparent.

Wanting to Make Contact
An exact duplicate of his form lay in the open casket directly in front of me. I looked from one to the other in amazement. In contrast to his spirit self, his mortal body was 
solid, still, and lifeless. Its facial features were peaceful, as 
if he merely slept. His spirit face was contorted with torment and despair. Desperately wanting to make contact, he 
was reaching out his insubstantial, wispy arms to his father 
who was gazing down at the body in the casket. His father’s 
shoulders were stooped from almost unbearable sorrow, his 
face drawn, his eyes swollen from crying.

Somehow I knew many things about this man. He was
close to retirement with limited financial resources. He
had stretched himself beyond his means to make this
funeral elaborate, using money from his retirement funds
for this final farewell, sparing no expense in an attempt to
ease his grief.

The boy’s mother stood at the foot of the casket weeping quietly. Her pain and confusion were profound. The 
father was speaking softly to two young men; I sensed that 
they were best friends of the dead boy. Handsome young 
men, they were intelligent, personable, and well dressed. I 
realized they were leaders in their classes at school and that 
they seemed perplexed.

Thoughts about Futility Are Futile
What impressed me as I focused on these two young men 
was the depth of depression and hopelessness they both 
had been feeling for some time. The death of the youth did 
not create, but simply brought to the surface, their feelings 
of futility—the same feelings the deceased boy had felt 
when he took his life. I had wasted a large portion of my 
life feeling the same way.

The father was telling the friends that his dead son had 
been a troubled boy with many problems. He looked down 
at his son’s body and rested his hand on the edge of the 
casket as he said, “He’s at peace now.” This was what the 
mourning friends and family wanted to hear. These words 
eased their sorrow and made this loss easier to bear.

“No, Dad!” the boy’s spirit cried out, “Stop! Don’t tell 
them that.” I watched as his spirit tried desperately to gain 
his father’s attention, and with horror I realized why he was 
trying so hard to communicate with his dad. 

False Hope
The bereaved father continued talking about his son having gone to a better and happier place. He told them his 
son was free from the pain and depression he felt while 
alive. I realized the father’s words that he wanted to believe 
were true gave feelings and thoughts of false hope to the 
two young friends that they could find peace if they, too, 
committed suicide. 

For these boys, the father’s words were an invitation to 
join their friend—a confirmation of what they wanted to be 
true. They wished to believe that their friend was finally at 
peace, was finally free from his problems and sadness. They 
hoped that they, too could find that peace. The father’s 
words of self-comfort reinforced that message. 

But their dead friend was trying with all his might to
communicate to them that he was not at peace. He could
see the way his friends were feeling—the father could not.
Each boy was struggling within, making the decision
whether to continue in a life he felt was hopeless or to kill
himself and find this beckoning peace. The spirit boy
faced his friends in frustration, knowing they couldn’t
hear him. I heard him wail, his fists clenched, as he tried
to communicate with them and convince them not to
believe what his father was saying. “My father is wrong,
so wrong,” he kept saying.

The Lie of “Peace through Suicide”

The father continued speaking about how his son had wanted peace and freedom from worldly cares and that now he
had it. The son’s spirit-facial features became even more
contorted as he shrieked, “No peace, I have no peace!” He

was futilely trying to communicate with his father, and trying to warn his friends not to make the same mistake. If they
did, he knew his misery would be even worse.

Feelings of misery seemed to exude from him. He had 
taken his own life, falsely believing that in death he would 
find happiness, peace, and contentment. He thought he 
could escape from all earthly anxiety—instead he found 
feelings of intense sorrow and anguish that were greater 
than any he had experienced when he was alive. 

He began sobbing, and I observed that the son found 
absolutely no comfort in the beautiful funeral. Instead he 
felt great misery in the “reassuring” words his father spoke. 
He understood clearly that it wasn’t only these two close 
friends that would be impacted by his actions and his 
father’s words. 

Suicide Is NOT the Answer!
If one or both of these boys chose to die, there would be 
family, other friends, peers, and schoolmates affected. Even 
strangers who would hear about his death or read the 
obituaries might be influenced into thinking suicide was a 
solution. I saw how feelings of hopelessness could compound, affecting many people, sweeping onward relentlessly like waves driven by storms far across the ocean. 

I felt great sorrow for the dead boy who had given up
his chance at earth life, great sorrow for the friends who
were seriously contemplating taking their own lives, and
for the parents who had invested so much time and love
in their son. A feeling of anguish swept over me and I
wanted to run away as I recognized how my own life fit
a pattern similar to what I had been shown. I felt overwhelmed with feelings of guilt, and I knew suicide was not
the answer!

Suicide—a Disease?
Thinking suicidal thoughts, as I had so many times, often 
leads to the act of committing suicide. Suicide is like a disease 
that kills some and often cripples everyone else involved. 
Suicide and the hopeless feelings of depression connected 
to it, snowball from sad individual to sad individual. Suicide 
begins cycles of negative thoughts and feelings that create 
misery throughout generations, robbing posterity and all 
concerned of great might-have-beens of joy, accomplishments, and peace of mind.

A Lightning-Speed Life Review
As I was being 
shown things in the Spirit World, suddenly,
with lightning speed, my whole life began unfolding before
me. I felt again the emotions I experienced during the
actual times I first lived them. I was aware of the overall
circumstances, aware that I was now in a different time
and spiritual domain than on earth when they first took
place. The people I saw in my life review were not wispy,
as were the spirits I’d seen. They looked rounder, more
solid and natural, as mortal beings.

Instead of the limited perspective I’d had on earth, this 
experience encompassed the feelings and viewpoints of all 
those involved, including the Creator’s. With this perspective came a stark, resounding realization: life had not been 
the way it was portrayed in movies, books, songs, or newspapers. Life had not been as I had perceived it at all!   

A Reality Check

In the Spiritual Sphere, I had a new, sharp awareness of 
reality. My life review continued, bringing with it an 
awareness of the feelings and perspectives of those with 
whom I had associated throughout my life. I was aware of 

the way they felt about my actions and our interactions. 
The review was difficult but informative. I experienced 
many and varied emotions. I was amused to realize that 
many situations I had thought were serious at the time 
were really not serious at all. I felt sincere sadness when I 
revisited the points in my life where I could have done 
much better. 

Although moving with incredible speed, as though 
someone had put my life review on superfast forward, I 
quickly discovered I could linger on any scene that caught 
my interest, re-experiencing it moment by moment if I 
desired. My life review was extremely enlightening and 
continued to be supplemented by a series of scenes that 
were allegories and parables—a unique teaching experience tailored to my particular needs. 

In life, I had been argumentative, especially with my 
mother. The review revealed clearly how foolish and hurtful all argu ments had been. Experiencing others’ feelings as 
well as my own during turbulent episodes was a painful, 
humbling revelation. 

Repentance: the Great Eraser
I was surprised when I realized that wrong deeds for which 
I had felt remorse and repented of were not in my life 
review. Those things were gone! 

Vividly, however, I realized I 
could have repented for the 
wrong deeds I was still seeing, such as seeking revenge, 
being easily provoked, or doing things that worked against 
my own life’s progression.

Most of all, my experience on the Other Side taught 
me that earth life is a miraculous experience—a time to sow 
good deeds for glorious heavenly rewards.

A Sphere with No Competition
S
uddenly, everything I had learned and seen was surrounding me in this sphere of endlessness. I was aware 
again of the presence of the Being of Light and His love 
that continued to radiate and powerfully encircle me. I 
knew with all my heart that He loved me in spite of the 
mistakes I had made in my life. His love was complete, allknowing, and unconditional.

A great question then emanated from Him to me so 
strongly that it completely penetrated my being. “In life,
what did you do with what you had?” Rapidly, the question 
engulfed me, commanding an answer.

My Excuses Melt in the Light of Truth

I began answering defensively with reasons and excuses, as
I had in life when I felt I was being called to task for failure
to reach a goal. It was easy to find someone or something to

blame for my failures. I could justify myself with reasons
other than my own shortcomings for my actions, feelings,
or failure to accomplish certain tasks.

I believed my excuses were good reasons to explain why 
I hadn’t accomplished more: my difficult childhood, others 
getting in my way, my poor health, a broken home, my 
continual strife with my mother, lack of opportun ities, and 
my growing family of children who held me back. 

More excuses came welling up within me. If only I had 
been blessed with strong, supportive parents and raised in 
an atmos phere of love and acceptance. If I’d had a happy, 
successful marriage. If only I’d had more money.

I was stopped short in my thinking as I felt all my 
excuses melting in this Light of Truth. I felt the thoughts 
and words coming from this Being of Love and Light. “The 
question has nothing to do with what you did not have in life or 
with your burdens or faults or problems. But rather, in life, what 
did you do with what you did have?”

All My Walls of Defense Melted

Oh, the humility and the guilt I felt at that moment. All of 
my life’s actions were seen and known. I couldn’t hide them 
or cover them and my carefully erected walls of excuses 

that had shielded me from accepting responsibility melted 
around me. All that was left was just me and the Being of 
Love and Light who knew everything about me.

I could not rely on or blame anyone else; this question 
was directed solely at me. I was being measured against no 
one else—I stood alone, on my own. What did I do with my
life, with what I had, my opportunities, my time on earth? 
What had I done with what I did have?

Suddenly I realized that difficulties during earth life 
were really opportunities. I recognized how problems 
could be blessings when viewed from the Other Side.

Measured against No One Else
On earth the goal is to win; it is certainly the over-riding 
desire of sports teams. Winning is the measure of success 
during earth life; winning means fame and money. Losers 
are remembered only if the circumstances are humorous, 
sad, or if the loss is embarrassingly big. The label of 
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“Loser” is energetically avoided.
Competition is fierce in most aspects of mortal life—
from entrance requirements to college to parking spaces at 
the shopping mall. I was amazed to realize that in the afterlife sphere there is no win or lose, no competition with 
anyone else. Only what I did with what I had mattered. 
What I did not have was irrelevant. 

Doing the Best We Can with What We Have

If only I had known to teach my family to do the best they 
could without the emphasis on winning or losing—to pay 
attention to how they lived the game of life. Life actually is 
like a game in a way, but the score that matters is not deter
mined by wins and losses according to the world’s standard, 
but by doing the best we can with what we have. 
I now understood that there was no real defeat on 
earth—only my own choices of attitudes and actions mattered. The important thing was to have kept going, to have 
looked for solutions, to have striven and endured well until 
the end of life—to have desired and to have kept trying to 
live in harmony with Eternal Truths. I realized the need for 
everyone to help the world be a better place for those living, as well as for future generations.

The Torment of “If Onlys”
In many ways, what I had 
not  done with my life seemed 
more significant than what I had done to this point. I knew 
that every day I had lived on earth I had exchanged a day 
of my life’s time for whatever I had chosen to do that day. 
Many days I had squandered my fortune of time and now I 
saw what I had thrown away. 

I was very aware that there is eternal joy to be reaped 
from seeking to do kind deeds and from not being easily 
offended, on earth and for eternity. I realized that we don’t 
have to be perfect during earth life; just sincerely caring 
and making an effort to become more loving, charitable, 
and forgiving—and less judgmental. The desires and intent 
of the heart are so significant.

Miracles—More than We Know

As I understood earth-life’s purpose from an eternal perspective, I became aware that miracles happened abundantly and more easily for those who believed in them. 
Also, I knew my station or level of life was not as important 

as the direction I was going, and whether or not I was moving toward eternal goals, appreciating opportunities, and 
striving to improve.  

On the Other Side, I learned that 
trying counts, and all 
sincere efforts are recognized with accompanying just 
rewards. My life review showed me with complete clarity 
that every choice I had made in attitude, thought, or action 
had an inescapable wanted or unwanted consequence. I 
alone was responsible for what I had done with my life.

Chapter 12

Perspectives from the Other Side
Prior to being on 
the Other Side, I had not understood 
reasons for burdens and adversities. It seemed unfair that 
so many trials and problems brought so much grief during 
earth life. I wondered why some people have such dreadful 
lives of hardship and others seem to have relatively few 
problems. I learned that the answers could not be seen by 
viewing a short period of time in one’s life on earth. But 
from the perspective of the Other Side, which included 
everyone’s feelings and viewpoint—even the Creator’s—
everything fits together. 

Rich rewards and priceless joy await humble people on
earth who valiantly suffer through their trials and tribulations.

Opportunities Are Limitless
Knowledge came to my mind about people who were born 
with less than I had. I understood that we are not born into 
equal situations but we all have many more opportunities 
than we realize. I then knew that many of those who seem 
to have little according to the world’s standards have the 
opportunity of reaping great rewards on the Other Side.

To Receive Mercy . . .
I learned that adversities are opportunities for personal 
growth and development and come with built-in benefits 
that can be enjoyed endlessly. I discovered that justice during earth life is usually found only in the dictionary. Almost 
everyone on earth is seeking justice, but justice means differing things to different people. What is just to one person 
is unjust to another. On the Other Side, however, there is 
complete justice. I recognized how important mercy is and 
how much more it can be received when it is freely given.

Free-Will Choices and Their Consequences

I understood that God permits us to make our own choices 
concerning our attitudes, actions, and especially reactions. 
God does not force us to do what is right during earth life, 
and we do not have the right to force someone else to do 

“right” or to make “right decisions;” earth life is a time to 
learn from choices. 
However, I realized that even though God is saddened 
when we make choices that bring heartache or grief to 
ourselves or others, He still safeguards our free will to 
make these decisions. I remembered times during my earth 
life when I had blamed God for my circumstances and my 
unhappiness. With this new understanding and perspective, I knew that most of my experiences on earth were the 
consequences of my choices or my family’s choices.
Regardless of the difficulties, I could triumph over them 
with lasting results on the Other Side.

If We Don’t Repent . . .

My understanding was opened further as I understood 
some of the ways repentance works, and that just and terrible consequences may await on the Other Side for those 
who do not strive to use their earth time wisely and repent 

of their wrongdoings. When someone intentionally wrongs 
another, what awaits them is a confrontation of their 
improper actions and a full realization of their guilt and 
their lost rewards. However, I discovered that blessings and 
joy can be received by taking the opportunity to repent and 
do differently while we are still alive on earth. 

Earth life, I found, is designed as a university, a school 
where we learn from our choices and our mortal experiences. I recognized that my most painful experiences 
taught me the most. It was enlightening to understand the 
bigger eternal picture—to know that I was not a victim of 
circumstances. I learned that I could control my attitude 
and ultimately, my heavenly rewards.

The Coin Analogy
Suddenly an analogy came to my mind about problems
and the difficulty of seeing them from a proper perspective. I wanted to tell my loved ones about a coping technique I’d learned—putting an object the size of a quarter
to one eye while closing the other and then to liken that
object to a problem. It would be so close that they could
only see the problem, or the object. Viewed in this manner, problems can become overwhelming and can conceal
obvious solutions.

Next, I envisioned light beginning to appear around
the edges of the object as the hand holding it moved
slowly away from the eye. Soon the object was far enough
away that the things around it could be seen in perspective
according to how it fit in and influenced the rest of life.
Solutions could now be seen that had been there all the
time, but had been concealed, eclipsed by the problem
when it was out of perspective.

Every problem has a solution, and God knows that
solution. One of the grand and rewarding opportunities
of life is to communicate with Him and learn the solutions to our problems. His Light and Truth can flow to us
for guidance as we work through problems rather than to
give up on them.

Symbolic Parables
Immediately, I recognized this as a visual, symbolic parable of my own life. Problems would have seemed less
devastating to me if I had been able to stand back and
view each one in its eternal perspective. Answers would
have presented themselves. Solutions would have become
more obvious.

I realized I 
had grown wiser as a result of my problems 
and earthly trials. But I saw that I could have gotten 
through situations, problems, and crises easier and been 
much further ahead in life, if I had envisioned the end 
result of my actions instead of staying caught up in the 
problem. 

A Bag Full of Problems
Then I thought of times I had looked at people who 
seemed problem-free. At times, I had even wished I could 
trade places with some of them and have the life of peace 
and ease I mistakenly thought they had. 

In the Spirit sphere, a story I’d heard on earth about 
comparing other people’s problems to my own vividly 
came to my mind. My consciousness was filled with scenes 
of this visual parable. I saw myself sitting in a roomful of 
people who were successful and problem-free when measured by worldly standards. 

We were passing around a large, dark-colored, expandable bag and all the people were stuffing their problems 
into it. I could see their trials and challenges that had previously been hidden from my view as they put them into the 
bag. I realized that if I’d really known these people, I’d 
have realized that they, too, had problems that seemed as 
difficult for them as my own did to me. Many of them had 
even more problems than I did. 

As soon as everyone had placed their problems in the 
bag, it was tossed into the center of the room. The bag 
popped open and all the problems began spilling out. 
Instantly, everyone scrambled to reclaim their own. I 
dashed in among them, suddenly desperate to find my own 
set of familiar problems and trials. I did not want anyone 
else’s—only my own.

My Problems Were Tailor-Made Just for Me
I now realized my problems were my own personal, educational building blocks, tailored just for me. Learning
from my problems—the cause and effect from my choices, and my parents’, and their parents’ choices could help
me overcome undesired social, cultural, or unwanted
family traditions.

Suddenly, I knew I would not want to trade places with 
anyone else. I needed to grow and develop in my own way, 
which was different than any other person’s way. Someone 
else’s life experiences would not help me to become the 
individual that I needed to be. I needed my own individualized training. 

I now knew that facing challenges builds the “muscles 
and strengths” of spirit and mind. Only through such exercises could I have developed as I needed to do. To build 
physical muscles, we lift weights. To develop the “muscles” 
of mind and spirit, we have the chance to solve problems, 
grow wise through them, and gain skills, knowledge, and 
talents that remain with us forever.

People Are More Important Than Things

Great truths flooded into my mind. I understood that the 
more people learned and applied on earth, the more advantage they gain on the Other Side. I realized that when I 
died, I left behind all material wealth and worldly goods. 

They didn’t really matter anymore—people mattered. I 
had a vivid awareness of how important people are, especially one’s own family. 

With new, expanded knowledge, I also knew the 
importance of learning and developing skills of patience 
and communication with family and others in earth life; 
there are endless benefits in the spiritual sphere. I learned 
that being charitable, patient, and forgiving toward others 
are some of the most important character traits to be 
acquired—learned from the school of life.

My perspective had changed completely. These scenes 
brought me priceless learning experiences, but my learning 
had just begun.

Chapter 13

Spiritual Muscle Builders
and Coping Techniques
More thoughts came to 
my mind about lessons I’d 
learned from troublesome situations. I thought of times I 
wanted to stay on a plateau. I heard myself saying, “No 
more growth, God, please. Let me just stay where I am. 
Please let me rest through a nice coasting period.” Instantly, 
I realized there’s no such thing as coasting—I was either 
going forward in life acquiring good habits or I was going 
backward acquiring bad habits, such as being impatient or 
developing an “I don’t care” attitude.

Opportunities for Growth Abound
Returning to scenes from my life review, I was struck with
the realization that daily or routine tasks presented opportunities for strengthening personal characteristics of patience
and understanding for others. Previously, when people did
things I thought were rude—such as crowding in a ticket
line or cutting in front of me in traffic—my desire for justice
surfaced and I felt compelled to verbally express my views to
them, whether they could hear me or not.

I watched many of my actions and 
reactions. Most of the 
time when I got behind the wheel to drive, I was in a hurry 
and thought of driving as going from point “A” to point 
“B.” Anything that happened along the way to delay me 
from my goal aroused my anger. 

However, when I observed these scenes from this new
perspective, knowing my feelings and also many of the
other people’s feelings and attitudes, it suddenly seemed
foolish and childish to react impulsively and point out
others’ faults on the highway or anyplace else. I no longer
wanted to judge others’ motives. I knew the drivers did
not realize the full consequences of their actions, as I had
not previously, and that impulsive actions could lead to
deadly accidents with rippling effects that could cause
great anguish.

Angels—the Unknown “Back-Seat Observers”
Driving a vehicle, I saw, was one of many routine tasks that 
present opportunities to develop good character traits. It 
was also a definite “mini-test” of character—of how we 
think, act, and react  toward others when it seems no one is 
watching or when we think our actions are not really important. Driving in congested traffic can be a great opportunity to build patience. 

All situations and challenges, I saw, can be learning 
experiences. I could have reaped benefits if, when faced 
with a challenge, I had asked myself, “What can I learn 
from this situation?” Also, I discovered that it had been a 
waste of time trying to wish away my challenges, problems, 
and trials; they were my “spiritual muscle builders.”

The Hundred-Year Coping Technique

Coping techniques I could have used in my life became
easier for me to understand. I saw that I could have taken
a problem or a difficult situation and examined its significance one hundred years from now by asking myself:

Who would have been affected by it, and how? Given that
much time, did it still seem major or was it now minor?
Taking that problem and sending it one hundred years
into the future, how big or how small did it become?
Could I even see it? Did it really matter in the outcome
of my life? Many of my problems would have shrunk
immediately if I had envisioned them by means of that
simple technique.

Trials Pass

Life comes in phases, I realized, and each phase seems to 
stretch out in earth years feeling as if it will last forever—
but it never does. Earth time is not forever. Situations come 

and go, and trials pass.
I thought again of the young woman and the teenage 
boy who had committed suicide. If they had waited, things 
may have improved for them. It was tragic that by not realizing this, they had both taken actions that had forever 
stopped their earthly growth and regrettably stifled their 
spiritual life.

We Find What We Look For

My life review continued. I saw that I had received great
blessings, more than I knew. I was surprised as I became
aware of times my life and my children’s lives had been
spared, and I realized that everyone on earth has many

more blessings and miracles than they recognize at the
time.
Repeatedly, I realized that things in my life could have 
been much worse than they had been. When I was caught 
up in what went wrong, I overlooked the things that went 
right and the many blessings I had received. 

One fact became clear: 
I found what I looked for. I learned 
it is better to look for and find things that have gone 
right—the many blessings received. I saw that by acknowledging and expressing gratitude for blessings received, even more 
would be given. I realized that life and each day had been a 
gift—if only I had noticed. 

The Real Test

Like a light suddenly going on, I understood that if problems could bring blessings and opportunities, then the real 
test in my life was the intent of my heart and whether or 

not I had the right attitude. Even in situations that had 
gone badly for me, I could have passed the test if I’d had 
good intentions and the right attitude. 

It became obvious that there were many times in my 
life where I had succeeded—such as times I had held my 
tongue and not argued when someone was verbally venting 
their frustrations as if I had been the cause of their problem. Joyfully, I was aware of some other times that I had 
kept good thoughts and intentions when it was extremely 
difficult to do so. 

Life Is Like a Game

With the Score Revealed on the Other Side
I realized that living in the world and accepting the tests 
throughout life builds character for eternity. Life is somewhat like a game—only the score is actually kept more on 
the Other Side than on the earth. When my life review 
showed that there were difficult tests in life I had passed, I 
was filled with joy.

As knowledge filled my mind, I knew that 
each of my
adversities carried with it a seed of opportunity for growth and 
improvement. But I needed faith to recognize and continue 
with patience until the growth was realized. That was the 
challenge—to persist and look for the good. 

On the Other Side, the definite realization came to me 
that I’d had more opportunities than I realized while I was 
alive and situations could have improved. Then I knew that 
where I had been in earth life was not as important as the 
direction in which I had been going.

Problems Refine the Spirit
Also, I learned that problems can refine the spirit—as I said 
before, they are spiritual muscle builders. I realized that 
there are all kinds of coping techniques available on earth 
if only we open our minds and hearts to them.

But now I believed it was too late for me to utilize the 
knowledge I gained for earth life. Being dead was so final! 

Chapter 14

People Skills Have Eternal Benefits
On earth, my tremendous
 determination to push for fairness and justice in the world led me to have an argumentative attitude. 

On the Other Side, knowledge about communications 
and relationships poured into my consciousness. Scenes 
from eternity that I was shown seemed personalized for my 
instruction. Perhaps that is why I was shown many scenes 
about arguing, its futility, and the damage it causes to relationships

The Futility of Arguments
At one point in my Other Side’s view, I saw couples 
involved in heated disputes shouting at each other. As I 
watched, I shared their thoughts, feelings, and emotions as 
they argued. It was almost as though I could step inside 
each person’s mind and heart and know what they were 
experiencing.

Their Words Did Not Reflect Their Feelings
I was amazed as I observed what was happen ing: the
words each person spoke were completely different from
the feelings they had. It was clear that they did not know
how to communicate what they felt toward each other or
how to explain their feelings without verbally attacking
the other person. Obviously they did not understand the
other’s viewpoint.

Also, what they wanted from their partner was not 
manifest in what they were saying. In fact, as they argued 
they strayed far from the original conflict. Their accusations became more outrageous, their demands more and 
more inappro priate, and they eventually resorted to name 
calling. However, each partner was feeling hurt and
shocked that their loved one’s words and responses were as 
unkind as their own. 

One woman was spewing verbal threats at her mate, 
such as, “If you leave me, I’ll take the children so far away 
you’ll never see them again,” and, “If you leave, I’ll find 
someone so much better than you.” But what she was actually thinking was that she loved her husband and wanted to 
put her arms around him and calm things for them both; 
she desperately wanted him to put his arms around her and 
tell her that he loved her. Not knowing her true feelings, 
he felt rejected and reacted to her words. 

She didn’t see that when she hurled angry words at him,
she was sowing more anger. As certain as planted seeds yield
their own kind, he responded to her hateful words with hateful words of his own—and she was hurt even more. His
response was so different from what she wanted that she
threw back even more bitter words and threats. The wrangling continued and pointlessly escalated. Their feelings
were easy to perceive. They were both bewildered and wondered why the other person hurled back hurtful, vindictive
words which surprised and further angered them.

As I shared their feelings, I knew that these arguments 
and angry emotions grew because of the frustration of not 
knowing what to say, what to do, or how to respond to the 
other’s behavior. They simply did not know how to express 
themselves so the other person could understand their 
view point.

I knew that both the woman and her mate did not even 
mean the things they were saying; they reacted to what the 
other was saying without thinking of the consequences. 
They could not separate themselves from the contention 
long enough to act the way they wanted to, but trapped 
themselves in their arguments.

They each felt enormous heartache and emotional 
pain. I wanted to shout to them, to tell them to stop and 
listen to what they were saying. If one of them would take 
time to think about the situation and understand what the 
other was really feeling, they could have changed everything. If either one of them had stopped criticizing the 
other and stopped the attacks on the other’s most vulnerable points, they could have stopped the argument and 
avoided irreparable damage to each other’s feelings and 
their relationship.

I learned that most arguments are futile and come from 
limited understanding of others and from limited communication skills. If a situation could be viewed from all 
dimensions, including others’ perspectives, and if people 
could control their words, arguments could dwindle or 
even cease. Sincere empathy and unconditional love would 
replace the inclination to argue or hurt another.

Opinions Need to Be Listened to—Not Challenged
I understood that things would have been different if any 
of the people I had seen fighting had simply been strong 
enough to compassionately look at the other and quietly 
listen and accept their partner’s opinions without contradiction. They had their own opinions and were at their own 
level of growth. They each wanted understanding of their 
opinion—to be non-judgmentally heard, and to feel loved 
and accepted. They did not want someone telling them 
what to do and giving unasked-for solutions. 

Each partner needed to see things from the other’s 
point of view without criticizing and giving put-downs. I 
thought of times I had been in similar situations. The 
wealth of people skills that had been important and available to me on earth was now vividly apparent in the spiritual realm where I was shown truth. 

I became aware of some of the challenges of women 
involved in arguments because their mates wanted only 
their own opinion or decision to be accepted as the final 
word, with no discussion or allowance for expression of a 
differing viewpoint, opinion, or expansion on their idea. 
This need caused some women to feel frustrated and to 
develop pent-up feelings of anger. Other women unleashed 
harsh words which fueled heated arguments.

Yet I knew relationships on earth could be revitalized if 
people kept in mind the answer after asking themselves: 
“How important will this argument be in one hundred 
years? Even in one hundred days?”

Another couple I saw arguing was, again, one spouse 
trying to change the other’s opinion. I could see that their 
argument was a waste of time. The more the man bickered 
and badgered and belittled his wife, the stronger she came 
back at him with her opinions and accusations. I could feel 
what she was feeling and I understood why she believed the 
way she did. 

The wife was at a different level of growth than her
husband. She thought she was absolutely justified in her
beliefs. He, on the other hand, was coming from his
level of growth and beliefs. He was feeling greatly frustrated and he could not comprehend why his wife
couldn’t see his point of view. Childishly, neither person
would step back and allow the other to have a different
opinion. They didn’t even try to see the situation from
the other person’s viewpoint and neither would let go of
their own opinions.

A Coping Technique—Let It Go
I learned an important concept:
 Let it go.  I realized there
was so much energy wasted in trying to prove oneself right.
Arguing over ideas and opinions can ruin relationships. As
each person uses words that hurt, it is as if he or she is lighting the fires of anger in the other. Harsh words only add to
the other person’s anger and they feel more inflamed—it is
like trying to put out a fire by throwing on gasoline. Leaving
opinions unchallenged can be much wiser.

Watching these couples argue while feeling their real 
emotions gave me new understandings, patience, and 
acceptance of others’ opinions. It helped me realize how 
much time I had wasted in contentions and arguments. I 
became aware that being unwilling  to see another’s viewpoint or not taking time to communicate so another understands properly always damages relationships.

The importance and wisdom of listening with an 
understanding heart and communicating without criticizing and putting others down was impressed upon my mind 
as I understood the far-reaching consequences and effects 
of words.

Loving Words Are a Healing Balm 

More knowledge came into my mind and I became aware 
of many benefits of loving unconditionally—especially the 
importance of expressing loving words. I knew that people 

need to feel loved and to be 
told they are loved. Sincere 
loving words can be a healing balm to the soul of someone 
who is hurting.

Thoughts came to my mind of some of the many times 
in my life when I had yearned to feel loved. I knew that I 
was not alone. Usually women, even more than men, long 
to hear those precious words, “I love you.”

I wondered why it was so difficult for most men to 
understand women’s feelings; why it was usually difficult 
for them to express loving words. With that thought, it was 
as though I could see through a man’s eyes and feel with a 
man’s heart. I suddenly knew how different men’s perspectives are from women’s and that women can be extremely 
difficult for them to understand. With this new awareness, 
I realized how difficult it is for most men to express their 
feelings and emotions, and that generally,  it is easier and 
more natural for women to talk about what bothers them. 

Men usually don’t know what a woman means when 
she says she doesn’t feel loved, or when she wants to discuss 
all the things that upset her. Men usually believe they are 
showing  love by working hard for their families, and they 
often think that loving words are unnecessary. Usually the 
man does not know how to respond and may withdraw—
the opposite response the woman wants.

I realized that some of this lack came from the example
of parents who did not express their feelings—traditions
handed down from generation to generation. Also, the sexes
were created with definite differences in temperaments and
emotions for many good reasons. However, I knew that situations and people could change as they react and adapt to
each other’s differences.

Arguments Have No “Victor”
From these scenes I viewed on the Other Side, I became
aware that quarreling over differences does not lead to solutions, and arguments are never actually “won.” If a “victory”
hurts another there is no real victory. The couples I saw
arguing did not have clear goals; arguing had become a habit
and was destructive to the self-esteem of those involved—
especially to the tender feelings of children.

The people in these arguments did not realize that they 
displayed their own faults when they raised their voices for 
emphasis, shouted, and used profanity to make an impression. It was observable that they were without adequate 
words in their vocabulary and that they were trying to 
sound smarter, more “right,” speaking in this manner. 
Being unwilling or unable to communicate effectively, they 
shouted put-downs. 

At times they laughed at others or became angry or 
labeled them “stupid” for not agreeing with their opinions 
or for not following their instructions. They did not see 
that the failing was their own—they were not communicating adequately. 

Watching these couples locked in useless arguing and 
knowing the feelings of each partner, I became aware that 
people skills—especially communication skills—are a vital 
part of the mortal experience. Whether or not we choose 
to learn them will have far-reaching effects. 

Chapter 15

How to Gain Mercy—Not Justice!
In my life review,
 I saw times where I had been offended
or hurt by someone and also times when I had been the
one causing an offense. I watched the way I acted or
reacted. I experienced the same thoughts and felt the feelings I had at those moments, and I knew the thoughts and
experienced the feelings of other individuals involved.
This gave me a new profound awakening and awareness
of my senses, and my consciousness was filled with
understand ing of our motivations. At the time I had misjudged others because I did not know their viewpoints. I
regretted making a big issue of seeking justice. I had
wanted those who seemed to deliberately hurt others, to
“pay” for their behavior.

I was critical and would get upset when people who
appeared cruel or unfair to others would prosper from
their ruthlessness. I thought that they did not have many
trials or tribulations, but led happy lives. In contrast, I
wondered why many humble, kind people seemed to
trudge through life having to bear numerous hardships
and trials.

Things Are Infinitely Fair on the Other Side
When my awareness was expanded to view situations in 
their proper eternal perspective, I knew that after someone 
had lived his or her life and gone to the Other Side, they would 
face their actions, and no one would get ahead unfairly. Good 
deeds, small and large, would be rewarded and bad ones 
would reap punishment.

Gathering Good Deeds for Other-Side Enjoyment
I realized that earth time had been my time for gathering 
kind thoughts, deeds, and actions for enjoyment on the 
Other Side. I wish I could adequately describe the feelings 
I felt, the sorrow I experienced to have criticized or misjudged another of God’s children in any way during my 
journey through life. In instances where I’d hurt another’s 
feelings, I felt deep remorse. 

Also, I knew that if someone hurts another and seems 
to get away with it, as if robbing justice while alive on 
earth, there was no need wishing revenge on them. If 
someone does not seem to have a conscience on earth, it 
does not mean that they do not have one; they do and it 
will pain them with an agony later. They are really hurting 
themselves. 

As We Judge, So Shall We Be Judged

However, instead of being relieved or grateful that others 
would someday have to pay for their behavior, I felt sorrow 
for them as I realized that they were losing their other-side 
rewards and bringing punishment on themselves. With my 

new and increased understanding of eternal rewards and 
eternal punishments, I no longer wanted revenge or retaliation against anyone for anything. I knew that it was a 
Great Universal Truth that what we give out comes back to 
us. As we judge others we will be judged. As we sow, so 
shall we reap. 

How to Gain Mercy—Not Justice
111
Forgive to Be Forgiven
I knew that if I wanted to receive mercy, I needed to give
mercy while I was alive. I wanted to be able to forgive
anyone and everyone who had offended me. I discovered
that it was literally true that we earn what we receive on
the Other Side by the choices we make while on the
earth. As I experienced my life review and understood
things in their proper perspective, I saw that each time I
had wished justice on another I was determining the way
I would judge myself.

Glorious Feelings Come from Being Kind

Then the thought forcefully came to my mind that if what 
I give out is truly what I get back, I didn’t want justice, I 
wanted mercy! I knew that if I wanted to receive mercy, I 
would had to have given mercy while I was alive. I wanted 

to return to earth life and be merciful to others. Also, I 
knew that if I had intentionally offended one of God’s children, it was an offense to God.

I knew for myself what I had done or not done on
earth and glorious feelings of joy accompanied the good
I had done, especially for those who seemed to deserve
it least.

God Loves All Creatures

More knowledge came to my mind with a sharp awareness 
of truth about the importance of being kind and merciful 
not only to people, but to all of God’s creatures: animals, 
birds, reptiles, etc. God’s love extends to His creatures in 

all their wondrous variety and so should ours. I knew that 
they were placed on earth for wise purposes and that they 
are not to be intentionally mistreated.

All of the knowledge I had been shown added to my
understanding of the importance of the time on earth and
the joy I could have reaped if I had spent more of my time
giving mercy rather than seeking justice. The heavenly
rewards that can be earned are worth the effort!

This truth touched my soul and gave great meaning to 
the Biblical teaching, “But glory, honour, and peace, to 
every man that worketh good…” (Romans 2:10)

Chapter 16

A Source of Joy beyond Comprehension
Abruptly, I was again 
aware of the question from the Being
of Light. As He repeated it to me, it pierced my consciousness. He asked, “What did you do with what you had in
life?” This question had nothing to do with blessings other
people received in their lives, or what others had done with
their circumstances in life. Rather, I absolutely knew again
that I was not competing against anyone else’s good works;
there was no one else to blame for my omissions. He was
asking me only what I did with what I did have. My sins of
omission became very obvious to me—there were things I
did  not  do that I should have done with what I was given,
such as being more charitable, patient, and helpful to others.

My chance at mortal life’s opportunities to grow mentally
and spiritually was finished. I wanted to run, to hide—anything to not have to face the reality that I’d not done what I
could have during my earth life. But I knew that my own
thoughts and actions had earned what I was experiencing.

Unconditional Love—a Source of Peace
Then I thought of some of the little good deeds I had done 
for others that only they and I knew, such as when I took 
time to cheer and visit someone who needed encouragement, especially when it was not convenient. These were 
things that I thought to be insignificant at the time. 

However, in the Spiritual realm, I was benefitting from 
small acts of kindness in a much larger way. The joy I 
received from my little kind deeds was magnified and I 
realized that God was pleased when one of His children 
helps another one. Precious feelings of joy flooded over me 
and I knew that all compassionate acts of charity and kindness,  even small ones, reap joy and great rewards. Also, I 
understood the importance of true, unconditional love for 
others. Every word or action motivated by love, not 
because someone did something for me first, brought 
peace to my soul. 

I knew God had set the example for us by loving every
one of us unconditionally. As I thought of this, my being
was infused again with total love from the God of Love
and Light. I felt love radiate from Him all through and
around me. God's love was so magnificent that it vastly
expanded my feelings of love and empathy for others. I
marveled that I could feel that deeply, that anyone  could
feel that much love.

As more knowledge expanded my consciousness, it 
became clear that a higher way of living could be accomplished on earth. It required constant choices to avoid 
condemning, gossiping, criticizing, and judging others. 

Even though it would be a continual day-to-day challenge for most everyone, I knew there would be more lasting happiness while living on earth for those who strive to 
avoid judging others. Family traditions and personal traits 
of being loving and forgiving could be handed down to 
posterity by example and all could reap eternal rewards. 

Accepting Differences Brings Freedom

I became aware that appreciating others and their differences promotes creativity and diversity and enjoyment. It 

became clear there are differences in people’s likes and 
their actions according to their age, experience, and family 
influence. I knew it would be sad if we all had the same 
likes and dislikes; things would look dull if everyone wanted the same color and kind of cars, houses, or clothes. 
Suddenly I knew that diversity makes the world an interesting and colorful place.

Learning from Choices

Then I knew that accepting people at their own level of 
growth and patiently letting them learn from their choices 
can bring peace and joy beyond description. Acceptance 
would bring a form of freedom—freedom from pettiness, 

from prejudice, from judging and being judged. The freedom I felt was wonderful as I understood that each person 
has different interests and goals and was to be permitted to 
learn from the results of their choices. 

More knowledge came to my mind that there are 
immeasurable benefits for not judging people’s actions, 
looks, or differences. I understood that when people felt 
accepted and were permitted to make their free-will choices, they could more easily grow to their personal potential.

At this point, I was understanding things from the perspective of eternal growth, viewing all phases of a situation, 
all sides, along with the feelings of those involved. I could 
see the results, the repercussions of my wrongful decisions 
or indecisions.

The Truth and Beauty of the Scriptures
My thoughts turned to the scriptures and I was impressed 
with their truthfulness, beauty, and the rewards to be 
gained by learning and striving to live God’s teachings. I 
was amazed to realize how literally true and wise the scriptures are. I knew that just reading their words could never 
do them justice, but by pondering them also, more of their 
meaning could be recognized.

We Cannot Fool God or Ourselves
My every action or reaction, I found, went out in time like
unending circles that somehow came back to me. Anything I
did or did not do for anyone else  had an effect that came back
to me. I could no more fool God into thinking I had done my
best with my time on earth than I could fool myself.

I Wanted to Shout from the Housetops

Wanting to return to my body on earth to apply what I had 
learned, I wanted desperately to be able to speak. I felt that 
if I were given the chance to tell others, I would shout from 

the rooftops what I had learned:
 the importance of being forgiving and the countless blessings that can be reaped by being 
kind, merciful, and by loving unconditionally.

Still, I believed my plea was in vain. I had made my 
choice. The saddest experience I ever had was to recognize 
all the things I could no longer do and to know that I could 
not make any corrections to my choices. I was racked with 
torment as I realized that I could no longer even attempt to 
repent and do better in life. 

Forgiving for My Sake
On earth, I had taken classes that taught a 
false process for 
getting over offenses: First, tell those involved how much 
they had hurt me. Second, talk it out. Third, receive an 
apology from the offender(s) and fourth, let it go.
Mistakenly, however, I was told I was to receive an apology 
from the offender before I moved on.

When my knowledge was expanded, to my surprise I
discovered I was not to tell someone how I felt about them
and then forgive them. I was to forgive others unconditionally and treat others as I would want to be treated, not just
for their sake, but for mine, because of how I would feel
about myself and my actions. Forgiving, forgetting, and letting go of grudges brings benefits for all concerned, whether offenders apologize and ask for forgiveness or not.
Knowing that the sooner I rid myself of feeling offended, the better off I would be. I saw that I could have gained
peace of mind in the mortal world and had more peace in the
Spiritual realm if I’d done this. I knew that anger at anyone
hurt me mentally, physically, and especially spiritually.

Even though there was a different sense of “time” on 
the Other Side, I realized I had learned a lot and had seen 
many scenes since my transition from earth life to the 
Spirit World. At that time, I thought that I might be caught 
endlessly in this awful state where I was filled with feelings 
of remorse.

Forgive before It’s Too Late
Suddenly, I felt myself moving through a space of dense 
blackness and through the midst of miserable souls who 
had died while still holding onto angry, bitter grudges 
toward others. They carried their dark, angry feelings with 
them in the Spirit realm, and they could not let go of them. 
Wanting to escape the angry feelings, I found myself floating away from the darkness and through space. Coming 
down through a beam of light, I found myself looking into 
a room in a hospital. I saw an older man lying in a hospital 
bed blankly staring toward the end of his bed and upward 
toward the ceiling.

I wondered if he could see me looking down on him, 
but then I knew he could not. Drifting into and out of consciousness, he was too weak to move or communicate with 
the man and woman standing at the side of his bed. By 
mental communication, I knew that the woman about his 
same age was his wife, and the younger man was his son. 

Also I realized that the father had been very angry with 
his son and had not spoken to him for years, except with 
extremely harsh words. The mother and son felt that his 
bad feelings had added to the deterioration of the father’s 
health. The son had avoided further contact; each believed 
the other should apologize. Now, with the father’s impending death, there was great sadness displayed on the faces 
and in the words of the mother and son. The son had tears 
rolling down his cheeks and his voice broke as he said, 
“Dad, I’m so sorry for hurting you. Please forgive me; I 
love you. Please forgive me, Dad.” He repeated the words 
many times, as he cried and asked for forgiveness.

I understood the son’s sorrow. He knew it was too
late; his father was dying and could not respond. But the
young man continued trying to make himself heard and to
apologize. It was easy to observe that the young man felt
tremendous guilt knowing he had waited too long to
speak the precious words his father wanted to hear but
that he could not previously bring himself to say, “I am
sorry. I love you.”

The son turned toward his mother and tearfully said,
“Mom, I am so sorry for not apologizing to Dad before. I
know I have hurt us all. I am sorry I wasn’t there when
Dad needed me.” He turned back to his father and continued crying and apologizing but still with no response
from the father.

The mother lowered her head as she softly cried, too. I 
understood her pained emotions; she felt torn between her 
son and husband, and she had lost the enjoyment of them 
both over this family feud. Her sadness was intensified 
now, for the two of them and for herself.

Watching them, I wondered how long this young man 
would feel these terrible feelings of remorse. I did not 
receive an answer, but I recognized many of my own foolish feelings when I had been involved in futile arguments 
and waited for another person to apologize. I now recognized the value of putting a relationship ahead of receiving 
words of apology. 

“Time” Is Too Limited to Hold Grudges

Many people, I now knew, feel offended and wait for the 
other to take the first step in the forgiving process—to call 

and say they are sorry. They wait to hear those most priceless words, “I love you.” But when they are close to death 
they have painful feelings of wanting to be able to communicate their love. I knew that when they were finally 
facing death, they no longer wanted to express anger, but 
rather, they wanted to ask for forgiveness, express love, and 
feel the other’s love in return. 

No one on earth knows for sure when their time may 
unexpectedly run out, when it will be too late to communicate their love. I thought of my own circumstances and I 
knew that time is too limited to waste holding grudges, 
being angry, and withholding love.

Forgiveness Brings Glorious Freedom

We take our feelings with us when we die. Those who are 
patient with others, who are able to forgive when feeling 
offended and let go of anger on earth, experience great 
feelings of glorious freedom and inner peace on the Other 

Side. They reap joy beyond comprehension.

When my understanding was opened, I sincerely sor

rowed for those who hold grudges, intentionally hurt 

another’s feelings, or try to take advantage of others. They 

would not do or say hurtful things if they realized the 

seemingly unending ripples of repercussions from regrettable actions. Decisions to hurt others result in lost opportunities for reaping joy and eternal peace of mind.

Chapter 17

The Truth That Brings Self-Worth
and Personal Power
Throughout my life I 
had struggled to feel confident. I 
had not been happy with my weight or my appearance. 
Most of my life I felt I was too heavy or too old or too ill. 
When I looked in the mirror, my attention focused on my 
physical imperfections.

On the Other Side, I gained an entirely different 
impression of my body. When I watched my life review, it 
became clear what a valuable gift my body was and how 
necessary it was to accomplish what I desired to do during 
earth life. I didn’t need to be unhappy because I did not 
look a certain way or was not the same size as someone else. 
The important thing was that I had  a body. It had been 
dependent on how I treated it; if I had kept it healthy it 
could have served me well rather than hindered my progress during my life’s journey. 

In the spiritual realm, I realized how my own poor 
health habits (such as not eating properly, not getting 
enough rest or exercise, or pushing myself to the point of 
exhaustion) had impacted my health and body. 

Too late I learned that my body was precious and 
vitally important for many reasons and that without it I 
could not even pick up a piece of paper. My earthly body 
had many limitations, many ailments, and had caused me 
much pain, but I had not realized it gave me freedom as 
well—the freedom to act, to do the things I chose to do, 
and to participate in earthly experiences.

Unfinished Business
I anguished about important things I wanted to return to 
earth to do or finish that I could only accomplish with a 
body. While I was alive on earth I had been unhappy about 
what I could not do that I had believed my body would not 
let me do. I had more patience for someone else’s physical 
limitations than my own. 

On the Other Side, I saw the importance of prioritizing 
time and tasks in order to accomplish more and still have 
energy left for the next day. While I was alive on earth, I 
did not like wasting time and it seemed nonproductive to 
rest when there was so much to be done. If I had only realized the truth about health, taking care of the body, and the 
wise use of time, including resting when needed, I could 
have enjoyed my journey through life with better health. 

I became aware that there is an 
energy-force reserve
available to draw from during life on earth. When I made 
withdrawals from the reservoir of energy I needed to put 
life-giving things back into it by eating the right foods, 
maintaining a good mental attitude, taking care of relationships by doing things for others. These were important 
keys to keep the body’s energy reserves filled and make 
possible earthly enjoyment and heavenly rewards.

Feeling Chained to Circumstances

During my earth life, I had taken self-improvement classes, 
but I still needed more confidence. There were times I 
believed my timid feelings and attitudes helplessly chained 
me to my circumstances. 

As I relived these feelings, suddenly a scene was presented to my view that was symbolic of what I had thought 
about and how I had felt. I saw myself lying on a bright, 
sandy beach flat on my back. Heavy chains across my limbs 
bound me tightly and held me firmly against the hot sand. 
Lifting my head, I could see that the oppressive chains 
were too strong for me to escape.

As I examined them, I realized and understood what 
they really were—my own feelings of inadequacy. They 
were all the put-downs from other people, my own negative self-talk, my painful feelings of incom petence, and 
perceived lack of abilities. 

The Freedom of Truth

The chains held me so that I was hardly able to move. I 
wondered how I had been able to function in my life with 
such strong chains binding me. The situation seemed 
hopeless, and I felt completely unable to help myself. 

Just when I was about to give in to complete despair, I 
felt an infusion of love from God. My mind opened to the 
knowledge of my true nature; I was not just another life 
form, I was a child of God.

True Empowerment Comes from God
My thoughts centered on that incredible Being of Love 
and Light who stood by my side. Feelings of empowerment, self-worth, confidence, and the unconquerable courage to be myself immediately filled my being. My inferiority complex was gone. All negative thoughts suddenly disappeared, replaced with my new awareness of reality. 

The limits I had put on myself came to mind, and I
knew that in earth life I did not need to be chained down
with feelings of inadequacy. My self-worth was not
depen dent on other people. I was important to God, was
one of His creations, and I knew He loved me. I realized
that God is no respecter of fame or fortune. Everyone is
important to Him—and to themselves.

This view and understanding filled me with grati 
tude 
and a feeling of being loved. Then I sensed a feeling of 
freedom. In that state of mind I moved my arm; I saw that 
it came up freely. Amazed, I turned to look at my other 
arm; it was free also. The chains I had thought were so 
strong were actually insubstantial and powerless to hold 
me. Kicking my legs, I found them free as well, and now I 
was completely free! 

Standing, I turned and looked back at the sand where I 
had lain so hopelessly bound just a few moments before. 
The chains of self-doubt had melted; they were gone. How 
could this be? The chains that had hampered me all my life 
had lacked substance and truth. No one had unlocked 
them, no one pulled them away from me, yet they now had 
no power over me. Only one thing made the difference 
between freedom and captivity: knowledge of my importance to God and to myself. 

Dispelling False Beliefs Brings Personal Power
No person had unlocked my chains because no other person had the power to do so. The only power they had ever 
had was the power of my belief in them. They had seemed 
and felt so real, but they were not  real—they were of my 
own making. They were a hoax, a trick I had played on 
myself. But no mental chains were strong enough to bind 
me when I realized that I was a child of God and had great 
personal power. 

Although I didn’t realize it, I always had the power to 
stand and walk away from my chains of self-doubt and low 
self-esteem. I had within me the power to dispel the dark 
untruths I had believed about myself throughout my life. 
The knowledge of my true nature turned on the light in my 
inner self and illuminated my path to freedom.

When I thought back on the many books I had read 
and courses I had taken that I had thought were fantastic, 
now they all seemed trivial. All the books and courses in 
the world were nothing when compared with the knowledge and confidence I gained when I actually realized I was 
a child of God.

Programming the Computer of the Mind
While on the Other Side, I learned that the mind was like 
a powerful computer that needed to be constantly cared for 
with proper input. Otherwise, the product it produced 
would be of poor quality—and that product is who we are.

Vividly I realized how important it was to avoid selfdisparaging thoughts that would produce unwanted results. 
Such thoughts when allowed to stay in my mind had 
formed the chains that pulled me down and hindered my 
growth.

I realized that my mind was powerful, but it was also 
my servant, a part of my earthly body given me to use 
wisely; I was in charge. I could have taken command of my 
thinking and my attitudes. I could have worked at keeping 
my mind on things I wanted instead of on things I worried 
about. On earth, I could have re-programmed my thinking—because I was a child of God.

Self-worth and personal power, I learned, are 
not a 
result of looking or acting a certain way or achieving a certain amount. They come from knowing and remembering 
the truth: I am a child of God.

Chapter 18

Scenes of Premortality
Suddenly, the scenes in
 my life review were gone and 
scenes of my premortal life came into view. I was aware that 
I was part of a large group of enthusiastic supporters of the 
planned earth life. Immediately I knew I was not born on 
earth simply by chance. There were reasons—eternal purposes for everything. I knew about the earth’s creation and 
had a great love for it.

Everything was designed to fit together and function in 
harmony, and I observed that each part has a reason for 
being; each part supports all other parts by its existence—
even insects. Things I had taken for granted or thought of 
as insignificant now had new importance. All things, I now 
knew, are significant and necessary to help the earth be 
whole and complete.

For example, water—an everyday substance—is important in every aspect of life on earth. Next, I knew the 
importance of trees that purify the air, filtering it and creating oxygen. I was never fond of trees and vegetation before. 
My favorite landscaping would have been almost exclusively rocks. 

That changed when I knew how important trees are 
and how dependent everything is on everything else. Trees, 
vegetation, and seeds took on a new significance for me. 
How gloriously everything functioned; how marvelously it 
was created! I had a new respect and appreciation for all of 
God’s creations. The love I had for earth was tremendous. 
It was incredibly important to me as I realized the significance of it in the plan and miracle of creation. 

In the premortal world, I saw that it was earth life that 
would allow me the opportunity to have a mortal body and 
mortal experiences. My understanding increased as I realized why our memories of premortal life have to be hidden 
with an earthly veil of forgetfulness: so that we can gain 
wisdom—learn, develop mentally and spiritually, find joy 
through obedience, and become more loving, charitable, and forgiving. Also, I realized that I could not have functioned 
properly on earth if I had remembered the joy of being 
engulfed in Godly love. The longing would have been so 
great to be back in His presence that I could not have withstood the pain. 

I Chose to Come to Earth
When I was on the Other Side, I wondered about life 
before birth, and whether I had wanted to be born or had 
any choice about it. My question was answered profoundly 
in these quick glimpses of premortality. I distinctly remembered with a burst of happiness some of the excitement I 
had felt about coming to earth. I knew I was not alone in 
this excitement; all of us were eager to participate in this 
plan. We were not lukewarm about this; we were exuberant. 
With this realization and refreshing of my memory, I felt 
repentant for having wondered whether I had wanted to be 
born—the answer was so obviously yes.

Each of Us Has a Purpose

My remembrance of the premortal world while on the 
Other Side reawakened my feelings and knowledge about

the wonders connected to being born, having a body, and 
being part of this eternal plan. With a bright awareness, I 
recalled that I wanted to help make the earth a better place 
for those who would come after me and be part of the 
whole.

My birth on earth was for a purpose which I accepted 
and wanted to accomplish. I wanted to be part of the group 
who were creating benefits for others in the world. I knew 
that each choice made on earth can have far-reaching 
effects. Every person and every choice matters more than 
we can realize at the time.

I was amazed at what I was shown and what I learned 
from glimpses of premortal life, scenes of the spirit world, 
and revelations of knowledge that were impressed upon my 
consciousness. The events in premortality and earth life 
only fit together when viewed from life on the Other Side. 

The additional knowledge was given to me that the 
earth is for all of God’s children, and the responsibility for 
it belongs to all of us. However, there are many who come 
to earth who do not realize or care about its importance. 
Knowing that the earth was being fouled by some for 
whom it was created, whose lives depended on it, caused 
me to feel great sadness.

Every Person and Every Creature Matters to God
It was painful to observe those who mistreat other people 
under their care, including helpless children and the elderly. Their pain when confronted with their own actions will 
be worse than that which they inflicted. 

Thoughts came to my mind of those who regrettably 
discount the intelligence, emotions, and feelings of pain of 
animals—and any creatures on earth—sometimes because 
they didn’t care and sometimes because they did not realize 
the eternal nature of God’s creations. I knew that many 
people on earth greatly underestimate how much God 
cares about His animals and other creatures and how people treat them. It was sad that many who had high possibilities fell short of their potential in their treatment of 
their families, others, and defenseless creatures. 

It was exciting, however, to learn of the tremendous joy 
awaiting those who accept their challenges and make it 
through them while striving to keep God’s commandments—they then reap their earned rewards. I had an overwhelming desire to be among the group on earth who serve 
Him and do His will.

However, many of my own free-will choices while I was 
alive on earth had brought me feelings of remorse instead.

Chapter 19

Eternal Perspectives
My life review continued 
and my attention focused on 
scenes with my mother. I became aware of thoughts I’d had 
on earth such as, “Why didn’t I have someone else as my 
mother or my father?” I heard my thoughts: “My life 
would have been so much better if I had had different parents. I could have accomplished so much more.”  It was as 
though those thoughts were visible around me. I tried to 
escape from them, but I could not.

Just as suddenly, other things were in my view and I 
knew that I had chosen my mother although I wasn’t told 
this was the case for everyone else. I had wanted to be her 
daughter, not for the things she could do for me on earth, 
but for what I could do for her. She needed me! She was a 
special, precious person who needed my help to make it 
through her journey of earth life. In her own way, she was 
hurting as much as I had been.

I Was Wrong about Being Right

Our lives together had been filled with contention and 
arguments over what was truth and who was right. We had 
often used words that hurt each other and our relationship 

had been extremely frustrating for both of us. It seemed we 
were always angry with each other. 
For years I had longed to hear her tell me she loved me 
and that she was sorry about my unhappy childhood. I 
wanted her to accept me but I felt I could never please her. 
We argued over big things and little things. A poem came 
to mind that I had written when I was a teenager expressing 
my mistaken feelings about being right. The poem reads:

Oh Mother dear, I sadly fear

that until we die 

we will continue to try 

to argue and fight 

to prove who is right 

although we both know, I am.

Erroneously, I had believed that finding out who was
“right” would cure almost any situation. I had falsely
believed that a vigorous pursuit of justice in all things
was essential, as if it would automatically stop wrongful
actions as soon as “truth” was discovered. The stark
reality of how false this notion was became clear to me.
I discovered how wrong I was to quarrel about being
right and saw that everyone believes, or likes to think
they’re right.

Who was right or wrong, whether she was sorry or
not, or whether she told me she loved me was no longer
a concern. Oh, how my feelings for my mother and my
understanding of her changed. No longer did I feel compelled to have her say or do something to show she loved
me. I knew of her love for me. I felt her feelings as though
I had been her.

My Mother Needed Me
My awareness exploded with the information and reality of 
how much my mother needed me. My love for her blossomed and I realized her heartaches and life’s trials. I 
missed her in this spiritual sphere and I wanted to help her 
and talk to her; I was saddened and frustrated that I could 
not. As I realized this, my feelings of remorse intensified. I 
had let us both down. Also, I knew that she had a difficult 
time telling me she loved me and she needed me to tell her 
I loved her. 

The foolishness and futility of bickering and fighting
with anyone was impressed upon me. I was very sorry for
wasting irreplace able time senselessly arguing about happenings, situations, opinions, and who was right. My sorrow was extreme for every harsh or sharp word I had ever
spoken to anyone, especially family members.

We Learn from Each Other

Also, I saw that people watch and learn from each other 
and repeat each other’s actions and mistakes. It became 
clear to me how everyone’s actions influence the basic lives 
of countless others

Quickly, new scenes came to my view containing additional, important messages for me. I saw a mother teaching her daughter to clean a floor thoroughly. Her voice
was sweet as she approvingly said, “The floor looks nice
and clean, but that corner could look better and needs to
be redone.” The mother’s words conveyed her love and
acceptance and did not make the girl feel rejected but
motivated her to improve her skills. I understood that the
mother’s object was not only to get the floor clean, but to
instill confidence in her child and to teach her good work
habits for life.

Again, the scene before me changed swiftly and I saw 
another mother belittling her child for not doing the 
chores according to her standards. The mother grabbed the 
cleaning cloth from her daughter and said in a sharp tone 
of voice, “Why do I have to do everything myself? You are 
so clumsy, you can’t do anything right.” Then she did the 
task herself. I saw the young child cringe as she developed 
habitual feelings of inferiority and depression that would 
lead her toward giving up.

I became aware that the ultimate goal in teaching children is to help them learn and mature so that they can 
succeed without being supervised. They need a safe family
environment in order to gain wisdom, confidence, and the 
experience of doing things on their own. They need an 
inner  desire to do things correctly, not because they are 
being watched or because someone makes them perform 
their tasks to an acceptable standard. 

Entrusted to My Care
This was an enlightening revelation for me. I wanted to cry 
out to my children—to apologize for the times I was impatient with them as they went through their learning experiences during childhood. Then I also knew that my children 
were actually God’s  children entrusted to my care. From 
this perspective, I understood that problems as I was raising them were really opportunities for us to learn some of 
life’s valuable lessons, such as the connection between 
choices and consequences.

I had always loved my children, but now I had gained a 
vivid new understanding of how extremely important and 
precious they were. Also, I missed them in this sphere and 
I longed to be able to talk to them. I wanted to tell them 
about things they could do on earth that would help them 
prepare for their journey to the Other Side. 

Teaching Opportunities Are Fleeting
Rapidly, scenes from priceless child-rearing years passed 
for my review. The swift passage of the time I had with my 
children brought the distinct realization that my best 
opportunities for teaching them were gone—in fact all 
opportunities to be with them or to teach them on earth 
were gone.

When I was alive on earth, I had seen a wall plaque 
with a saying on it, “Life was what happened while I was 
busy with other plans.” I was struck in this spiritual realm 
with the actuality of that statement. Before I realized it, 
those brief childhood times while my children’s questioning minds were so open and accepting of ideas had passed, 
never to be recaptured.

I looked back over the years when my children were 
small with their minds absorbing my philosophies and attitudes as they matured. I heard words I had said many times 
as they were growing up, and winced: “Who’s at fault? Tell 
the truth—what happened here? We have to be fair about 
this. You are wrong.”

Those parenting phrases seemed normal; they were 
ones I often heard in my own childhood and so repeated as 
a parent. I wanted to raise my children to seek fairness and 
justice. That was how I had been raised and how my mother had been raised. 

The scenes I viewed while I was on the Other Side 
revealed to me the error of seeking “truth” and “fairness” 
over teaching forgive ness and tolerance. Being right or 
establishing fault faded into insignificance compared to 
being concerned about feelings, building character, and 
developing self-esteem while children are young and most 
open to training. 

Words Can Hurt
As quickly as my mind comprehended these scenes, my 
vision expanded to the view of many little children. I felt 
the feelings of these small children as they took harsh verbal attacks from parents locked into patterns of false childrearing notions that went back several generations (including put-downs and words that battered self-images, words 
that could hurt like a blow from a fist). 

I saw parents yelling at their children, who in frustration
and anger falsely believed they were reacting normally to
their situations. The children absorbed like little sponges the
tone of their parent’s voices and the tensions around them.
Like little tape recorders, they were recording in their minds
the words they heard their parents use.

Mental Tape Recorders

Then I saw those same children as adults with their children. It was as though someone hit the playback button on 
their mental tape recorders. They were using their parents’ 

impatient and ineffective responses word for word. They 
were parenting the way they had been taught, following 
their parents’ unsuccessful example.

My children came into my view and I knew how precious and important they were as part of my life. Each
child had been like a jewel I was given on earth to care
for, lovingly polish, and help develop its special radiance. I loved them very much and wanted to communicate with them. My love and concern for them was infinitely more than it was while I was with them in earth
life. I had no idea the “spiritual sphere” was this way. I
wanted to go back to earth to warn them not to repeat
the mistakes I had made.

Suddenly my feelings of remorse in regard to my lack 
of parenting skills ceased. Wait! I thought defensively, I 
had not been given an “owner’s manual” when I had my 
first child, nor had my mother. I was doing the best I knew 
how, and so had my mother and her parents. We believed 
we were doing right at the time. In reality, we were functioning at our own level of growth, just as everyone does.

Excuses Melt in the Bright Light of Truth

I also realized that people can break free of undesirable
teachings and habits, including undesired family traditions. It is not easy, yet it can be done with the help of the
Creator through the power of prayer and a person’s own

self-determination. My excuses continued to melt in the
bright light of truth.
The perspectives I gained about all the members of
my family cast a new light of understanding on the
importance of every pattern handed down from one generation to another. I wanted to change many of the ones
that were being handed down to my posterity—but now
I could not.

Chapter 20

Mingling with Angels
As soon as I 
grasped the meaning of these scenes, I found 
myself quickly traveling through time and space through a 
star-filled blackness. Suddenly, I stopped. I clearly saw parenting patterns being passed downward from my children, 
to theirs, and onward. Also, I saw generations of people 
from many lands and cultures continuing with family experiences and traditions, good or bad. 

The Being of Love and Light was just a short distance 
from me and was showing me the spirits of many people 
whom I somehow knew were several generations of my
posterity. 

Then I saw a beautiful young woman with lovely dark 
hair and beautiful blue eyes. I couldn’t stop staring at her; 
I felt drawn to her. As our eyes met, she smiled and held 
out her arms toward me. But she paused and with her arms 
still outstretched she said, “I’ve waited so long.” Putting 
her arms down, she then turned and was gone. Years later 
I learned who the girl was, as demonstrated by the following occurrence:

In 1993, Jessica, my great-granddaughter, was just 
a little toddler about two years old the first time I saw 
her. As I came out of the airport terminal door, I saw her 
with her mother, Crystal. She ran up to me with her 
arms outstretched in such a familiar way, just as the 
young woman I had seen on the Other Side. And this 
tiny child said the same thing I’d heard her say then: 
"I've waited so long."

As she said those words and as we hugged, I felt spiritto-spirit and heart to heart. I knew she was the same beautiful young woman I had seen on the Other Side.

Later, Crystal told me that little Jessica normally never 
spoke like that, nor did she ever talk like that again.

Now, about 21 years later, Jessica has two little boys, 
my great-great grandsons. We had our five-generation 
picture taken at my 80th birthday party in November of 
2013.

In this picture I am surrounded by

my daughter Suzan Walker, Crystal Conklin (my granddaughter),
Jessica Royston (my great-granddaughter),
and Kaiden and Brentley Royston (my two great-great-grandsons).


In 1983, while I was on the Other Side in the Spirit 
World, I was among many adult spirits and mingling with 
angels. They were all around me and as I passed through 
their midst I had a deep understanding that many of them 
would be my posterity on earth.

Family Is More Important than Success

I was struck with the knowledge of how important the family and home life are—more important than anything else. 
Any other success is temporary. I knew that gaining all the 
success the world has to offer is meaningless compared to 

the family. 
Even though I had been away from my family largely
because of poor health, I knew we could have spent more
quality time together. If I had been able to set a better
example for them by being more empathetic, loving, and
nurturing, rather than seeking “fairness” to settle sibling
disputes, it would have strengthened family relationships.

With this awareness, as I looked at all these precious 
ones, I wanted to hide from them. I didn’t want to admit 
who I was or that part of the problems they would have on 
earth stemmed from me and what I had or had not done. I 
knew now that all actions, large and small, good or bad, 
have eternal consequences. 

As soon as I had that thought, I recalled Crystal, my 
granddaughter, sitting quietly at my home and playing a 
silly game that had occupied much of her free time. I reheard the soft “Ping, Ping, Ping” when she had scored 
points as she played the game over and over. Her concentration had been intense. I had a burning feeling that there 
were other things she needed to do and learn, things that 
would help her in her mortal development. 

Spending so much time playing that unproductive 
game was creating a void in her development. Instead, she 
should be learning things she could pass on to her posterity. She had waited a long time for her opportunity to have 
a mortal body and her precious time was being squandered 
in front of a video screen I had purchased for her and 
taught her how to use. I wanted to return to earth life and 
hide that game.

Looking at my posterity all around me, I sadly realized that my lack of child-rearing skills would contribute
to some of the unhappiness they would have when they
went to earth. Challenges resulting from my inadequacy
would ricochet through time. I knew of some of the
trials they would go through in their lives; troubles caused
by knowledge they lacked because I didn’t teach my children, and they in turn didn’t teach theirs, and so on.

There were things they would not learn on earth which 
would have greatly benefitted them. I saw that my future 
posterity could trace this lack of knowledge for generations, back to my children, to me, to my mother, and to my 
ancestors. During my earth life, I had never thought of 
these things, but in the spirit world, they were apparent.

My anguish intensified as I understood the far-reaching 
effects of not helping my granddaughter learn more worthwhile things. Crystal was losing precious growing experiences that would mean some lost eternal rewards that she 
may have otherwise gained as she taught her posterity, my
posterity.

Gaining Wisdom, a Grand Key to Happiness
I saw that gaining wisdom and overcoming problems are 
some of the grand keys God gives us to unlock our own 
happiness and the growth and happiness of our posterity 
and those around us. I saw how loving parenting skills 
would help all concerned. Also, I realized the importance 
of believing that situations and relationships can improve 
and then working to better things rather than being quick 
to judge and give up on a family member. 

As I mingled with angels and those whom I knew were 
to be my posterity, my understanding was opened and I 
knew that these parenting skills were some of the important lessons that were to be learned in the school of life.

Chapter 21

Fads and Fashions—Whirling through 
Time and Space
S
uddenly, I was again whirling through time and space. 
My view opened to new scenes; I saw the history of the 
world unfold on a huge panoramic screen. Life seemed like 
a puzzle with pieces falling into place. It was so exhilarating! I thought of how people on earth think programs on 
TV or in movies are exciting, but they pale when compared 
to our own fascinating world’s history. 

I had heard a lot of negative things about the world and 
its history, but just as in my own day, in years past much 
good had gone unnoticed. It probably always would until 
everything is known on the Other Side.

I saw that fashions and standards of beauty changed 
over the years. My attention focused on a scene where I 
saw a fairly large, portly woman who was considered a true 
beauty in her time. She was posing semi-nude for a painting, and I realized that everyone could someday view not 
only the painting, but her posing for it.

Instantly, I knew she felt proud to be posing for this 
painting but there would come a time when she would 
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regret it. At this moment, however, she was proud of herself, her beauty, and her roly-poly figure. I chuckled when 
I thought of all the poor thin women of her day who envied 
her full figure. They disliked their looks and felt lacking in 
feminine beauty because their bodies did not match their 
time-period’s standard of loveliness when it was fashionable to be plump.

Beauty Standards Are Passing Fads

The beauty standard in my time was almost an exact opposite. I learned that the fat or thin question was a passing fad
that passed with time and was not important in heaven. 
With a stark realization, I knew that while on earth we may 

be teased or belittled if our size or looks do not match the 
current standard of beauty. However, the standards by 
which we are judged on earth change often and are not of 
lasting significance.

I knew that a healthy body at an ideal weight for each 
person’s frame (not thin) would become fashionable. I was 
surprised to learn this about weight; it was such a big issue 
during my lifetime. I was surprised to learn that being 
overweight did not reap ridicule on the Other Side as it 
does in earth life. However, there is obvious wisdom in eating right.

Heavenly Treasures Don’t Go Out of Style

“People and family are more important than things”
Glimpses of men and women were shown me who desired 
to be in style and in vogue with fashions that changed with 
the whims and fads of their time. I knew that they sacrificed important things in their lives for fancy clothes, jewelry, and other material things, to stay at the height of 
whatever was considered the “in thing” at the time. It 
seemed silly to me from my Other Side viewpoint, and I 
learned how important it was to keep a balance. Priorities 
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needed to be grounded by an eternal perspective of heavenly treasures that did not wear out or go out of style.
As the years passed and styles changed, I saw that 
apparel which had been so important lost its appeal as the 
newest or latest fashion was desired instead. After people 
who had been caught up in fashion trends passed on to the 
Other Side, they became aware of the foolishness of their 
behavior. They were disappointed in themselves for wasting their time and resources on frivolous earthly things 
when they found out that people and family were so much 
more important than things.

Chapter 22

History, Journals, and Marvels 
to Come
On the Other Side,
 words are not required for clear 
understanding because all thoughts and intentions are 
known and understood with clarity.

Words that have been spoken, however, do not just 
disappear into the air; they remain and can be tuned into 
and understood. I believe I could have heard anything from 
the Beatitudes to the Gettysburg Address just as if I were 
there when they were first uttered. All words are still present if the time is right to tune into them. As I realized that 
all thoughts, words, and deeds are waiting for review on the 
Other Side, I wished I could call back all the words I had 
spoken in harshness.

New Dimensions of Understanding
Everything I saw over there was communicated to me with 
clear understanding. Some scenes were separate from others and some were connected, although it was as if they 
were all still present. Time has a different dimension in the 
spiritual realm. Describing it as a fourth dimension seems 
inadequate. If Einstein gave us four dimensions of space 
and time in his theories of relativity, then I would call this 
the fifth dimension. I have learned since my near death 
experience that a physicist friend of mine, who has done 
research in this area, calls the fifth dimension the eternity 
domain. Also, I have learned that he has scientific evidence 
that space and time are earthly limitations.

The Importance of Journals

I wanted to communicate to my posterity. I realized it 
would have been valuable to have left them a written 
account of what I had learned during earth life. But now I 
couldn’t—I didn’t have my body anymore. 

In the spiritual sphere, I saw and felt the importance of
writing in diaries or journals and keeping track of family history. I realized keenly that as a person grows and develops in
life, it is important to leave a written account of the lessons
we learn through life so that others who follow may benefit
from our experiences. I understood the importance of learning from the personal experiences of others.

The difficulty and yet the importance of conveying to posterity the lessons learned during earth life was profoundly impressed 
upon my mind! Also, I knew that journals and family history 
accounts could be visible gifts of love for posterity to read. 
Through them people could get to know their ancestors 
and have an understanding of who they were and what they 
believed. 

Family history and journals could make it possible for 
posterity to continue worthwhile traditions, develop their 
own family traditions, and have a better chance to avoid 
pitfalls that may have plagued other family members before 
them. 

During earth life, I had occasionally written in journals,
but I didn’t keep it up. I had many excuses and believed my
journals would not be interesting to anyone. However, I saw
that someday some of my posterity—my children’s children
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and their children—would be interested in reading my journals and their family history. They would want to know
about me, their great-great-grandmother, who had lived
before them during earth life.

Leaving a Gift in Writing—a Family History
Previously, I had thought of myself as a daughter, granddaughter, and great-granddaughter, but now I realized I 
would also be a great-grandmother and great-great-grandmother, and so on. I had never really thought about posterity, other than my grandchildren who were already born, 
until I had this glimpse of them. Then I knew the importance of leaving them a written account of their family history. I had an overwhelming desire to communicate to 
them, to let them know that I cared.

As I thought of the love and concern I had for my previously unknown future family members, they did not seem 
too distant or too many to know and love. Love is limitless 
and has no bounds.

Thinking about the importance of family journals, I 
knew that the tone of the messages within them needed to 
be positive and upbeat—not writings that might hurt or 
embarrass another person, or things that someone might 
decide to tear up and throw away. They needed to be 
uplifting, yet true.

It became evident how much power there is in saying
good things about others and keeping a record of the highlights of life, yet not disregarding challenges or pitfalls. I
realized the need of emphasizing messages such as to “keep
on keeping on,” to look for blessings and to record miracles.
It was also important to keep the writings focused on overcoming and learning so that posterity could look back and
grow from what was shared with them.

There was great value, I now knew, in writing and sharing messages of hope and encouragement—nuggets of 
knowledge and wisdom learned from the journey of life.
Some people have suggested writing down bad experiences, even venomous words and the worst of feelings;
but for every action, even writing down feelings, there is
absolutely a reaction. Forgiving, letting go, and loving
unconditionally are worthwhile thoughts and actions that
will be multiplied for the good of all concerned, especially when recording events and feelings in journals.
Words are powerful!

Heavenly Stress-Reducers

My thoughts expanded with an increased awareness of
many people living on earth during my lifetime and how
they suffered under burdens of stress unique to our period

of the world’s ongoing history. I became aware of many
things that could decrease stress, such as overcoming
negative patterns of reacting  to other people with anger,
and following wise counsel as taught in scriptures such as
“judge not that ye be not judged.” I knew that the more
scriptural teachings were followed, the more stress would
be relieved.

I also knew that during earth life, being empathetic and 
less easily offended adds to peace of mind which will extend 
to the Other Side. 

Present and Future
My view did not end with the past or present; the panorama continued into the future. I recall that it seemed 
humorous to me that I once thought the present was so 
advanced, technologically and otherwise, because it is still 
in the “dark ages” compared to what will be forthcoming 
in the future. 

I was truly inspired to realize how earth knowledge and 
technology will continue to advance and expand. For 
instance, great discoveries and improvements will be made 
in what is considered “conventional” medical treatments. 
Alternate fields of healing will be more accepted and there 
will be faster, more accurate diagnostic techniques and 
treatments. Other technological advances, I learned, would 
dwarf what I knew during my earth life.

My feelings about so many things were changed from
seeing history happen. Again, it was like seeing puzzle pieces
that had been randomly scattered finally fit together.

Chapter 23

Eternal Beauty Secrets
Abruptly, my view of
 the scenes and the panorama of the 
history of earth ended and the spirit world was again 
revealed. I was surprised as I realized more about God’s 
ever-present and observable love. Feeling His love was 
glorious and beautiful—a beauty that encompassed everything and everyone in my view. 

It is difficult to describe the beauty of the people I saw 
and felt in the spiritual sphere; it was incredible. I am not 
talking about outer beauty, but a loveliness that came from 
deep within and enhanced physical features. 

This inner radiance had nothing to do with age. In
fact, age itself was interesting; it seemed to me that everyone I saw or of whom I was aware was at their ideal age
although there were those who seemed older and those
who seemed younger. I do not believe those who appeared
older were actually older spirits; perhaps they looked that
way for my view.

Goodness Is Beauty
In earth life, youth and beauty had seemed so connected. On
the Other Side, I was surprised that two spirits who were 
among the most attractive were a man and a woman who 
looked older to me. Their faces were creased with wrinkles 
and I realized that each of their wrinkles was a visual testament of the lives they had led in mortality.

My understanding was opened and I became aware
of the sorrows and trials this man and woman had withstood in life. Each wrinkle seemed to be a badge of valor
that stood for their righteous concerns, a crisis, or an
ongoing struggle they had weathered with success. Each
line seemed to tell a story; every action, every thought,
pain, and concern were known. They were beautiful
people because of their mercy, compassion, patience,
and love for others. I was awed because I had never considered wrinkles in the face as attractive, but they were
to me now, as I understood what these people had gone
through, and knew of their tears and pleas to God for
mercy and help for others.

Then I began noticing other faces more carefully. 
There were some who were marred by the lines in their 
faces. Since every action and thought was known, I knew 
that many of these lines had been formed by frowning, 
scowling, excessive anger, and mean-spiritedness. Their 
faces reflected their former enjoyment of gloating, hurting, 
and taking advantage of others while on earth. These 
choices were now causing them anguish and sorrow.

The Beauty Within
What a contrast! Suddenly I understood a great truth 
about beauty. On earth, I believed beauty came from youth 
and flawless features. In the spirit world, it became obvious 
that beauty is created from loving, caring, charitable thinking and actions—by endurance through trials with good 
attitudes. It came from within and was manifested in the 
outer appearance.

I saw many who had been considered plain and homely on earth accepted among the most lovely, according to
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the way they had conducted themselves while in mortality. I saw that those who had an illusion of beauty while in
mortality would be seen by eyes of new understanding on
the Other Side. They would be perceived from every
angle. They had a special radiance if they had conducted
themselves well while in their earthly life.

All Good Deeds Are Rewarded
My concept of beauty was greatly expanded to include my 
view of each individual as a whole person with their inner 
self and their outer beauty radiating a loving countenance, 
or lack of it. Looks from an earthly perspective were insignificant in the afterlife.

I received the marvelous knowledge that all good 
thoughts and deeds are eventually rewarded and add to a 
person’s eternal, radiating countenance.

Chapter 24

Caring Relationships Do Not End  
at Death
It was impressed upon
 me that heavenly, caring relationships begin on earth and do not end at death. In fact, they 
can be stronger and even more special on the Other Side.

I observed both men and women there and I was aware 
that we maintain the same gender as in life. I remained 
me—a woman and a mother who greatly cared about her 
family. I was a daughter concerned about her mother, and 
I knew that relationships of family and friends continue 
and we can be reunited with our loved ones who have 
passed on. 

Suddenly I felt very alone. My marriage on earth had 
not worked out. I felt no blame or unkind feelings; in fact 
I had a new understanding and sorrow for our differences 
and problems. I was sorry for any of my wrong actions or 
reactions, yet we were not right for each other. 

However, I knew that friendship, companionship, and
the relationships between men and women can be special—
more than I had ever realized before. This magnified my
loneliness and my desire for another chance at earth life
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to find a companion so that we might enjoy the journey of
life together.
My thoughts were immediately filled with the allencompassing love from God. As I rejoiced and felt encircled in His love, I knew that the added love of the companion I desired would have been an extra joy because God’s 
love is so great it dissolved all my feelings that I was 
unloved. 

I experienced a sharp awareness of an increased love 
and caring for my family and friends. My concern wasn’t 
only for those people with whom I now felt ties, but also 
for people I had hardly known, or had not previously 
known who were connected to me.

Happy Homecoming or Lost Blessings

I became aware of many of my ancestors including some I 
had heard about as a child. The knowledge came to me that 
if we have met the challenges in life and then died (that is 

if our arrival on the Other Side is not due to our own misguided actions) we are received in an attitude of homecoming. We are greeted with a great outpouring of love from 
those on the Other Side who have been anxiously watching 
and who have been eager for us to succeed on earth in our 
mortal school. Ancestors and posterity are concerned for 
our success during our earth life and exist in a sphere close 
to us even though we cannot see them with our mortal 
eyes. Our ancestors love and care for us and we love them. 
We are important to each other.

However, those who do something to cause their own
death—commit suicide, or give up and regrettably will
themselves to die when it’s not their time as I did—may
have feelings of real sadness for blessings that were lost by
their own actions. Also, there may be a turning away of
loved ones, posterity and ancestors whom we let down.
Especially ancestors who had endured difficulties, suffered, and sacrificed for their posterity, may turn away
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rather than welcome someone’s untimely arrival on the
Other Side.
Ancestors Are Great Supporters

There were no greater supporters, I realized, than my 
ancestors who had paved my way with their actions and 
their very lives. I remember that there were many—some 
were dressed in angelic white robes and others in clothing 

that seemed appropriate for differing periods of history. I 
was aware that they could appear to me in different attire 
if it would help my understanding.

Their manner of dress was not impressed on my mind 
as vividly as was my discomfort in being with them; I 
wanted to retreat from their presence. Their exact words 
were not clear but I understood that they wanted to convey 
definite messages of love and concern. They were sad that 
I had given up. I knew that most of them had endured 
many more physical hardships than I had faced on earth 
and yet they did not give up. Knowing this, I felt great sorrow that I had not done better with my earth time. These 
feelings of regret were woven like threads through my 
entire experience on the Other Side.

Ancestral Cheerleaders
My ancestors cared about the decisions I made, my actions, 
and my happiness. Their attitudes could best be described 
as mental and spiritual cheerleaders. I learned that there 
are many people interested in each of our lives—more than 
I ever imagined. As I realized my importance to them, I 
knew how disappointed they were when I cheated myself 
by willing myself to die instead of making the most of my 
opportunities. 

While I was on the Other Side, I was aware that when 
I was alive on earth and influenced by anger, false pride, or 
sin, I repelled rather than attracted special spiritual blessings. I saw that when I was tempted to give up on life, to 
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think and act contrary to God’s laws, I was vulnerable to 
influence by spirits who desired my failure, depression, and 
sadness. Those dark spirits found satisfaction when I wandered from my goals in life and forfeited peace of mind on 
the Other Side. I knew they were real and as desirous of my 
failure as my spiritual and ancestral cheerleaders were of 
my success.

Getting Rid of the Influence of Dark Spirits

The realization came to me that these darker spirits were 
unable to reach me when I chose positive, uplifting 
thoughts and activities—especially when I prayed, or read 
scriptures and pondered their spiritual messages! I had my 

freedom to choose what to think and what to do, and God 
was there to help me with my choices. Dark spirits have 
limitations and could have only influenced my thoughts if I permitted them to.

Knowing that thoughts create attitudes and then produce actions, I learned the importance of controlling 
thoughts. I recognized wrongful patterns such as envy, 
anger, and hurtful actions for what they had been—dangers 
to my lasting happiness. 

Spiritual Showers
As I wondered how to combat the efforts of dark spirits, I
thought about comparing a cleansing shower with reading and pondering scriptures. Scripture study was like a
spiritual shower because it caused the dark spirits to disappear; they recoiled in the presence of Godly things. I
could have felt spiritually clean and more receptive to
inspiration by studying great eternal truths, more capable
of living a Godlike life, and more able to take part in
God’s Grand Plan.

It was now clear that there are many truths and answers 
in scriptures and other Great Books of Holy Writings 
which could have given me a more righteous perspective 
and a more abundant life. The path of life for lasting peace 
is detailed there. For example, in the wisdom contained in 
the Beatitudes and in the scripture, Inasmuch as ye do it unto 
the least of them, ye have done it unto me [God].

However, I realized these books could not give guidance if they were not read! I knew that reading them, 
studying them prayerfully, and pondering them, would 
allow knowledge to enter the mind and opens the channel 
of inspiration and understanding for a higher way of living 
that causes dark spirits to flee. Now I understood how literally true, yet understated the scriptures are.

Stepping Stones to Wisdom
As I understood the wisdom and eternal success principles 
found in the scriptures and how powerful they were, all the 
thousands of books written to help everyone come to the 
same conclusions seemed irrelevant. Most of them would 
not be necessary if scriptures were really studied, understood,
and  applied  in our lives. However, I also realized that the 
myriad of books and self-improvement courses can be 
stepping-stones leading to better understanding and application of the teachings of the Great Books—knowledge of 
eternal truths help us overcome the stumbling blocks in the 
journey of life.

Chapter 25

Lasting Peace of Mind
It was surprising to 
learn how much God loves and 
appreciates the sincere and devout of all faiths who seek to 
better themselves and aid humanity. The love of God 
abounds for all—He is no respecter of persons of one over 
another. Never before had I felt so connected with all 
people and all religions as I did when I realized the extent 
of His love. He has such rich rewards waiting for those who 
sincerely strive to follow Him. 

I wondered why there were so many religions on
earth, and I wondered about their greatly varying teachings, scriptures, and interpretations of them. It was
shown to me that some teachings in different religions
in the world are nearer to God’s truths than others.
Those that are closest are generally found in some form
in all religions; for example, treating others as we would
have them treat us. I was keenly aware that we are all at
our own level of spiritual beliefs and at our own level of
ability to live by religious teachings. I had a bright
awareness that God is pleased with all those who strive
for righteousness.

Hungering and Thirsting for Righteousness
As people fervently and sincerely seek to know the truth
and to live God’s laws, He is pleased, and their spiritual
selves are expanded. They become capable of receiving
more inspiration, knowledge, and truth; they reap blessings. I knew that the more people apply the knowledge
and inspiration they are given, the more they can
receive.

I was also shown that there were many people who
were complacent and unwisely satisfied with what they
believe. Yet I was aware that there were vast numbers of
people sincerely striving to gain answers to life’s questions
and knowledge of Eternal Truths. Driven by a great hunger and thirst for righteousness, they sample the teachings of many religions of the world. Seeking to drink from
a “living well,” they rightly search until they find the
religion that gives them guidance and inner peace.

These sincere people look for the religion they believe 
is right for them and that fulfills their quest for knowledge 
about their own true purpose for living.

Nothing Is Too Small for God’s Concern

My wonderment continued as I realized how all-knowing 
God is. No care or problem is too small for Him to know 
everything about it. 

I realized that God offers a peace beyond comprehension or description, an eternal peace of mind! I had
never even imagined that God was so all-knowing. As
my understanding was opened, I knew He is fully aware
of everyone’s problems, temptations, and sorrows. He is
aware of sincerity, righteous sacrifices, and the intent of
each heart as His children strive to live by His commandments.

My being was filled with love and appreciation for the
sincere believers of all the world’s religions. I understood
that God’s Holy Words offer a lasting peace beyond

worldly description for all. The greatest and most lasting
peace of mind for earth life and the Other Side is offered
to all humanity by God.

Chapter 26

Prayer, Promptings, and Whisperings
of the Spirit
Next, I saw and 
became aware of many aspects of prayer 
and how important it is to pray. Learning that prayer truly 
is a conversation with God, I realized that He wanted to 
hear from me and to communicate with me. I then knew 
the importance of expressing gratitude and appreciation 
for all my blessings—from small things to great miracles.

Connecting to Heavenly Power
Feeling remorse that I had taken for granted many special 
blessings, I now saw my life in its proper perspective. I 
knew that electricity was powerful and capable of mighty 
accomplishments when something is connected to it. But I 
saw that being connected to heavenly power in prayer is an 
infinitely greater power that draws from a “heavenly treasury.” I knew that miracles are possible and happen much 
more frequently than acknowledged on earth.

During my earth life, I had not adequately realized this 
amazing source of power. Many times I prayed from habit 
or because I needed something in particular. But at this 
point, I saw prayer, silent and spoken, as a two-way communication with someone I loved and respected, who loved 
me and had the power to bless me for my good. In my life 
review, I saw that many of my prayers had been granted, 
and I felt remorse that I had not recognized and expressed 
appreciation for my blessings.

Knowledge was given to me about “No” answers to 
prayers and how they had been for my benefit. Also, I more 
fully realized the great importance of doing what I could 
with what I had and appreciating it, rather than concentrating on and lamenting over what I did not have.

My mind was quickened with the knowledge that there 
were answers to prayers and blessings I had received where 
I had falsely given the credit to “coincidence,” instead of 
giving thanks to God in all things.

Visualizing a Personal God
Knowledge was given to me about the importance of praying regularly and thinking of God as a person. There were 
times when I used to pray and my mind would wander 
because I did not have a clear understanding and mental 
picture of God. I was thrilled to know that He is an actual 
Being who has feelings and that He loves me. This was not 
just some cloud I was speaking to when I knelt in prayer. I 
discovered He is much more knowledgeable, understanding, and loving than any other person I could ever imagine 
knowing.

Receiving Answers to Prayers
My awareness was opened to some of the many things 
involved in receiving answers to prayers, such as the sincerity of mind and heart and the readiness  of the person to 
receive the requested help asked for. Sometimes an answer 
to a prayer to have a burden removed comes in the form of 
strength to carry it rather than a miracle to take the burden 
or problem away. 
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Also, I saw the definite connection between the likelihood
of receiving mercy and help requested to the mercy and help
the person praying has given others. Knowledge was given
me that God usually uses willing people to answer others’ prayers. I became aware that our prayers are more
apt to be answered when we ask and respond positively
to the questions “Whose burden could I lighten today as I
ask God to help ease mine? Who is waiting to hear from me?
With wisdom, whose pain could I ease with loving words or
deeds so I could then ask with a clear conscience for my prayer
to be answered?”

God is keenly aware of everyone’s prayers. It is
unproductive to ask Him to answer our prayers when we
deliberately ignore the needs of those we ought to be
mindful of—especially elderly parents and grandparents
who wait to hear or need help from children and loved
ones.

Scenes came to my mind of people on earth who were 
preoccupied with their babies and other children to the 
extent that they neglected aging parents and grandparents 
who had expended their time, strength, and means caring 
for them when they were young. 

As the years rolled by, some of the elderly parents in 
the scenes I viewed became so weak that they were no longer able to care for themselves. They needed attention 
from their children and grandchildren. Because they felt 
lost and forgotten, they gave up and simply waited to die. 
What a difference a visit, a phone call, or a card would have 
made to them. They waited day after day with no contact 
from even their closest loved ones—those on whom they 
had spent their own time and resources. 

Watching and hearing older parents and grandparents 
praying and asking God to ease their burdens and loneliness made me feel great sadness for all concerned. I was 
aware that many promptings to their children to make
those requested calls or visits were sadly unheeded. Yet, 
the children and grandchildren were asking God to answer 
their own prayers while they were oblivious to those 
whose prayers they could so easily answer.

Take Time to Listen to the Whisperings of the Spirit
I learned that while praying to God, expressing gratitude, 
and asking for blessings, it is also very important to pause 
and take time to listen to promptings that may come as whis
perings 
from the Holy Spirit. Promptings may be blocked 
by becoming too caught up in “asking.” Only when we take 
time to listen  can we receive the inspiration, promptings, 
and guidance that brings peace beyond measure. 

Continually asking for blessings, I realized, without 
giving sincere thanks, is like a child asking a parent for 
more and more without taking time to give thanks and 
appreciation for what has already been received. God wants 
to receive thanks as do earthly parents.

I Longed to Return to My Body
Vividly aware of how my decisions and actions could so 
personally affect the lives of others and myself, I longed for 
the chance to come back and make right what I could; to 
progress and grow through life and not run from it. I 
wanted to come back and change whatever ill effects my 
death would cause others, and to use my earth time more 
effectively. 

Although I had not actually committed suicide, I had 
completely surrendered my life, willing myself to die, and 
God had granted my desire. Now, in this sphere, the implications of my choices were clear. Starkly apparent were 
things that I wanted to do on earth that I had not done and 
could have done. Thoughts of my family came again to my 
mind and I wanted to tell them what I had learned about 
the Other Side.

Heavenly Answers Discovered
Also, I wanted to tell others who were looking for hope 
about the heavenly answers to problems on earth that I had 
discovered. I wanted to shout the real value of life on earth 
and the foolishness of trying to cut life short to escape 
problems and physical discomforts. 

When I saw things in the proper perspective, I wanted
to live even in an aching, mortal body. Every part of my
mind, heart, and spirit begged to have another chance to go
back to the earthly sphere. Feelings of “if only” were tormenting me.

I was struck with the knowledge that in earth life, it was 
not how physically impaired one is that matters or what 
physical abilities were gone; rather, it was how one used 
what was left. I was desperately willing to be once again 
shackled with my physical limitations.

In the spiritual sphere, I was free from physical pain for 
the first time in many long years, yet the emotional anguish 
I was feeling was many times worse than the physical pain 
I’d had when I was alive. I wanted to escape this spiritual 
misery even more than I had wanted to escape my physical 
pain.  

Unhappily, I felt that asking to return was useless. I had 
lived my life. I had had the chance to live or die and had 
chosen to die. I had prayed for death and here it was. It 
seemed futile to request another chance, yet I couldn’t stop 
myself. The more I thought about the opportunities I had 
let slip past me, the more I wanted to be allowed to return.

Chapter 27

Drawn Back into My Earthly Body
The Truth about a Tooth

Suddenly a huge tooth appeared before me as if it were 
hanging in the air. It was enlarged many times, giving me 
views of its surfaces. It was my gold-crowned tooth and I 
knew which one. In fact, I knew most everything about 

it—its history throughout my life, its growth, and its period of great usefulness. The tooth had been crowned at least 
fifteen years earlier. 

During all those years I had not given that tooth any 
thought because it had not given me any pain. I had a thorough dental checkup not long before this experience, and 
all my teeth checked out fine. But as information about this 
particular tooth was given me, I knew that it was a serious 
problem and was an important part of the answer to recovering my physical health.

A Gift of Knowledge
Before this experience, I did not know that such a simple 
thing as a tooth could cause or contribute to so much damage to health. This vivid and complete gift of knowledge 
about my tooth played a vital part in the possibility that I 
could live again in my physical body, although I did not 
know why at that instant.

Mortally Alive Again

Just as suddenly as it had appeared, the tooth vanished and 
I was quickly drawn back into my body. Still leaning forward toward the inside of the tub, I stared at the bottom of 

the bathtub for a while, realizing that miraculously I was 
back on earth. I began trying to push myself up from the 
edge of the tub. Slowly, I made my body move. My fingers 
moved; I gradually moved my hands and I touched my face. 
I was solid, mortally alive again! 

Turning my head, I noted with amazement that I could 
only see what was in my normal field of vision. The “everywhere at once” vision I’d had in the spirit world was gone.

A Return to Earth Life

Immediately, I was aware of physical pain; I ached throughout my whole body. There were sharp pains in my arms,
legs, hands, and feet, and I had very little strength. My weak
ness was so profound that it made gravity seem powerful and
oppressive. But I didn’t care. I had no desire to exchange my
situation of pain and sickness for that light, floaty, pain-free
existence. I was being given another chance at life!

The anguish was gone; my agony of spirit was over. 
Kneeling shakily and leaning on the tub, I felt the glorious 
thrill of once again being alive and on the earth. My pleas 
to return to earth life had been granted. Gratitude welled 
up inside of me. Joy and relief overwhelmed me. I was 
overjoyed to be where I was; even grateful to feel exhausted, to feel my body’s pain, and to feel ill. 

I tried to get back into bed and found that I couldn’t
walk; even crawling was difficult. The effort was exhausting
because I was so weak and my movements were slow. But all
the way I kept thinking, “I can move my body. I am alive!”

Gratitude beyond Expression
Uncertain as to how long I had been on the Other Side, I 
was overjoyed to have returned. The gratitude I felt was 
beyond my ability to express. Thinking of how, only a short 
time before, I was wishing for release from my earthly existence, now I was ecstatic to have returned to life in any 
physical condition. 

Even though I was ill, I now knew that being alive was 
a great blessing. I was determined to stop putting limitations on my body by thinking negative thoughts about my 
health. My body was precious and priceless no matter what 
it looked like or how ill it was.

No Clocks Needed on the Other Side
Managing to get back into bed, earth life seemed to be the 
foreign sphere where time and clocks were odd. The Other 
Side was the natural sphere where no clocks were needed. 
There I experienced a dimension of time where everything 
was  now—where a person’s intent of the heart and words 
were not misinterpreted, and where all truth was known. 
That was the real sphere.

Back for How Long?
Knowing the significance of returning to earth life, though, 
and being thrilled that I could speak again, I said aloud, “I 
am back, I am really back.” Tears of joy spilled down my 
cheeks. Then concerns struck me.

I’m back, but for how long?
How long will I be given to do the things I want to do 
in earth life?

How long will I have to put into practice the perspectives that I gained?

No answer came to me. Knowing that I had no guarantees, no idea of the length of time I was being given, I knew 
I had to make every moment count. Being anxious to get 
busy living, I wanted to stand up and start right then. My 
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weakness, though, was such that I could only lie there and 
contemplate how much I had learned, and how much I 
wanted to do. 

When I felt somewhat stronger, I made my way into 
the family room where Crystal’s foolish video game—my 
gift to her—was located. She had not been at my home for 
a couple of days. Slowly, I unhooked the game from the 
back of the TV set, gathered up the cords and controllers, 
and hid them away. Then I returned to bed.

The experience I had and the scenes I had viewed 
which contained symbolic, life-changing messages for me 
seemed miraculous. Wanting to tell anyone who would 
listen, I soon told those I trusted the most. My experience 
was sufficiently personal, though, that I was careful with 
whom I shared it.

Scenes from the Spiritual Realm
Scenes of Crystal’s posterity were still so vivid in my mind 
that I felt I could almost step back into that sphere where I 
had seen them and again be a part of that spiritual realm. 
Never again did I want to be responsible for this game’s 
possible burdens of guilt. 

The next time Crystal came, she was upset that the 
game was gone, but being an easy going child, she soon 
adjusted and began doing other worthwhile things. She 
took more interest in her schoolwork and even talked of 
wanting to go to college when old enough. 

Although it wasn’t easy giving up my electronic babysitter, it was well worth it as I received peace of mind seeing Crystal grow mentally and spiritually by finding better ways of using her time.

Note: As Crystal matured, she continued using her 
time in productive ways and went on to college. She married, has four children and a grandson, who is my greatgreat-grandson. Several of the posterity I viewed on the 
Other Side have since been born on earth. I’m grateful that

Among my most vivid 
memories of the Other Side was

his head.

I readily agreed. He said he would make the necessary
arrangements, including the liability-release form, and suggested a later date for its removal. He had injured his hand
and could not extract my tooth just then. Disappointed
because I was determined to have the tooth taken out immediately, I said, “I really want to get it out right away.”

Clearly, he did not know what to make of my persistence. He shook his head again and then patiently told me, 
“If you feel it can’t wait, the best I can do is refer you to a 
colleague.” 

Reluctantly he gave me the name of an oral surgeon. 
His receptionist called the oral surgeon’s office and arranged 
an immediate appointment. My dentist let me take the 
X-ray of my tooth to the appointment so an additional one 
would not be required.

My Tooth, the Villain
I explained to the oral surgeon that I wanted to keep the 
tooth after its removal. He anesthetized my mouth,
extracted the tooth, and showed it to me. As we stared at it; 
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he shook his head in dismay. 
As we examined the tooth, I was stunned. The roots 
were a peculiar darkened color, and even to my untrained 
eye it was obvious they had deteriorated. They were oddly 
shaped and looked as if they had melted. The oral surgeon 
said very little as he examined the tooth while showing it to 
me. He placed it in a container for me and I left.

Chapter 29

The Test That Hurt
Shortly after my Other
 Side experience, I enthusiastically told several people close to me about it. However, I 
carefully pon dered the entire occurrence and had mixed 
feelings about sharing it—this subject wasn’t openly discussed at that time. Also, this experience was sacred and 
personal to me. 

I was extremely excited about returning to earth’s mortal sphere. In some ways, I wanted to tell everyone what I 
had learned: Heavenly answers to earthly challenges are available for all and so is the knowledge that permits us to be certain 
of enjoying the Other Side when we get there.

Shortly after coming back, I remember wishing I
could grab a megaphone and shout my message from the
tallest building. When another individual’s need to hear
about my experience on the Other Side became apparent, I shared it with assurance. At that time, I felt I was
one of the most confident people on earth. I knew who
I was: a child of God! For quite awhile after my experience, I didn’t think I’d ever fear being in the presence of
other people again.

Gradually though, as time passed, my self-confidence 
in speaking about my experience began to dim. As I settled 
back into earth life, my experience and the lessons I had 
learned began to slip to the back of my mind rather than 
being the focus of my attention daily. 

A “Test” of My Ability to Forgive
During the first few weeks after my return I was grateful

Evidence surfaced between 1984 and 1986 that my agents, instead of 
working in my behalf as required by my contract, had 
attempted to take it for themselves. 

Unknown to me, my agents had created a new company and my associates and I were excluded from critical 
and required meetings. Contrary to our contractual agreements, my contract was assigned to this new unknown 
company and listed as their own asset in legal documents.
After they breached my contract, it was finally lost for 
both of us.

However, a substantial amount of money was owed me 
for my share of the project’s earlier revenues. But in 1986 
on the day I was to receive the check from my agents, I was 
told I would need an attorney to get it. I was devastated. 
Reluctantly, I pursued legal action.

The Wondrous Results of Sleep Teaching

After the valuable contract was breached and its benefits
lost for all concerned, including the project’s employees,
I needed help to get hold of my thinking. I called upon all
my past experiences and resources to design, create, and

Over the years, 
Leon has been like a guardian angel when I’ve needed his 
legal help. 

Also, he wrote extremely important and timely letters 
with requests for documentation from this new company 
with which we were dealing. (They were some of the same 
people but had a different corporate name.) Leon’s letters 
became very significant. He compared this new corporate 
entity to a “camel that had somehow gotten its nose in the 
tent and then wanted to take over the whole tent.”

An extremely knowledgeable, capable, and dedicated
business-team member, Bob Frome, has been like another
guardian angel for several years.

There were
several others who could have helped make the original
project an outstanding success, and they each also had an
important role in trying to rescue me from what I felt was
a legal nightmare. I know they were sent in answer to my
prayers although my prayers were not answered as I
desired or expected.

Attorneys Everywhere

The corporation I was up against had numerous attorneys 
and seemed to have almost unlimited time and funds for a 
legal battle. The intrigue could fill a book of its own. 
Attorneys were everywhere, on both sides of this issue, 

with corresponding legal expenses. I remembered that 
directly after my return from the Other Side, I had wanted 
an opportunity to forgive and it came abundantly. For a 
time, my tears flowed with thoughts of “could-have-beens” 
and “should-have-beens” that my original contract would 
have produced for all concerned had it been honored. 
According to expert witnesses’ figures as well as our own, I 
had lost a fortune. 

With exceptional attorneys, witnesses, and evidence
that seemed overwhelmingly in my favor (including
written documents and statements from the company’s
own officers), I believe I would have won if I had had the
needed strength and funds to keep fighting in the court
system for the additional years that may have been
required. However, I had not known what could happen
by being tied up in the “justice” system, and over six
years of my life had already been consumed in this legal
battle. Time was on the company’s side to drag it out
even longer.

Earth Time Is Too Precious to Hold Grudges
Gratefully though, through Roger’s skilled efforts, facts
that were previously unknown to me were discovered 
about what had actually been taking place concerning my 
breached contract and stalled litigation. Facts were uncovered about important meetings that were held, monies
that were paid, and agreements that had been made without my knowledge with adverse effects for my business
interests. I do not believe this information would have 
been otherwise revealed. 

Thereafter, hints began to surface that a settlement 
offer for several million dollars was going to be coming to 
me. Subsequently, though, everything seemed to stop; we 
heard nothing from those involved or from the court for 
some time. Then there was a devastating surprise ruling 
from the court which all of my attorneys saw as unfair and 
not consistent with the evidence that had been presented. 
It could have required months or even years of extended 
litigation to overcome. 

The stress I had experienced dealing with this company and its spinoffs was almost unbearable. I had come to 
a point of depletion physically, financially, and emotionally. 
My Muscular Dystrophy (and more) was flaring up; I was 
weak and on oxygen and having difficulty breathing. I realized that I had to close those painful chapters of my life, 
take my losses, forgive, forget, let go, and withdraw from 
the legal battle. I knew it would cost my life to continue 
this fight any longer. 

Then another surprise, but this time a pleasant one—
an  unrequired  settlement offer was made which would 
almost take care of the high legal expenses I had accumulated over six years. With adjustments from my attorneys 
on their fees and expenses, the settlement covered their 
costs of this legal battle. My prayers had not been answered 
as I had hoped, but I knew what truly mattered was to go 
on with my life the best I could.

Drawing on the knowledge I gained when I was on the 
Other Side, I was extremely grateful to get through that 
very difficult period of time without being embittered. My 
prayers were answered with a peaceful feeling and with the 
assurance of rewards awaiting me on the Other Side instead 
of “justice” or “victory” or material blessings here. As I 
continued to pray, my sorrow was swallowed up in the 
God-given inner peace that is available to all.

Because I knew I was exchanging my short allotment
of time on earth for whatever I did that day, I was striving
to look more carefully at my priorities. Time on earth is
too short to remain angry or hold grudges against anyone;
it is precious and limited when compared to the forever of
eternity.

Earth Time Is Precious
Directly after my experience on the Other Side, with my
new knowledge of the value of time, I thought that I
would never again watch television or sit for hours in a
movie theater. I did not want to waste one precious
moment of my life. Now, however, I work at keeping a
balance between worthwhile goals and needed leisure
time; I do watch some television, but I am careful of
quantity, content, and quality.

Learning that the type and quality of music I listen to 
and TV and movies I watch is worth carefully monitoring, 
I want the benefits of surrounding myself with inspirational and educational things rather than detrimental, 
destructive words or scenes.

Thoughts Are Powerful

Each hour of the day, I know that I make choices which 
include deliberately taking control of my thinking or 
allowing other forces to sway, dictate, or manipulate my 

thoughts and attitudes. I know that attitudes and desires 
are formed as a direct result of thoughts held daily in my 
mind, which then determine what I will accomplish during 
my life on earth. 

Thoughts are powerful and too valuable to waste!

Chapter 30

Finding Hidden Benefits Reaps Rewards
Music in the Lunchroom

A few years ago, I became aware of a business owned by
a husband and wife team. They badly needed financial
backing; they were on the brink of folding a business I
believed had great potential. At a meeting one evening,

they were discussing the way the business would be set
up after they moved to a new location. The wife was
bubbling with ideas; she wanted the employees to have
half a day off each week to play golf. She also wanted
them to have a lunchroom where classical music would
play continually and elevate them to new levels of productivity.

Her husband wanted to have western music played in
the lunchroom, and he emphatically made his viewpoint
known. The debate was on. Voices began to rise. The
couple was getting very angry over the type of music to be
played in the lunchroom of a building that hadn’t even
been rented yet. The lunchroom never did materialize,
nor did a system on which to play any music.

A Better Perspective
Now, whenever I find myself beginning to fuss over differing points of view, I pause, take a deep breath and think, “Is 
this argument about music in the lunchroom?” Sometimes 
I laugh until tears roll down my cheeks as I stand back and 
see things from a better perspective. 

It’s amazing that people often get so involved in arguments that they could actually, physically hurt each other 
over something similar to “music in the lunchroom.” This 
experience reinforced the lessons I learned on the Other 
Side about the futility of arguing. I find it much easier now 
to let others express their opinions without contradicting 
them. It’s not up to me to challenge others’ opinions and try 
to get them to see things my way. And I feel free from the 
need to defend my position—it’s easier to compassionately 
listen and “let it go” if we disagree. 

Do I Want Sympathy or Results?

It was clear that I had wasted a lot of time before my experience on the Other Side thinking, “Why me? Why did 
this happen to me?” Thoughts of “Why me, or Why now?” 

solve nothing and can lead to depression. Additionally, they 
waste valuable time and stop possible solutions that could 
have come to mind. It would be as if my coat caught on fire 
and I yelled “Why me?” as I wrung my hands while it 
burned rather than dousing the flames while they were still 
small. If I act, rather than ask “why me?” I can put out the 
“fire” and be grateful it wasn’t worse. Then I can practice 
“fire prevention” in the future. Handling problems in this 
manner helps me find solutions rather than waste time uselessly seeking answers that will not be revealed until I view 
things from the Other Side’s perspective.

Deadly Notions or Heavenly Rewards
On the Other Side, I became aware that there are many 
ways to handle problems in life. Running from them, 
though, and using drugs or drinking alcohol only makes 
them worse. Drugs and alcohol affect the chemicals in the 
brain and ultimately add to feeling depressed and overwhelmed—and can seriously damage health. They impair 
judgment and the ability to make decisions; problems of 
those who use them increase and compound. 

Drugs, alcohol, and negative thoughts can insidiously 
steal life because, under their influence, people are more 
apt to act impulsively on the false and deadly notion that 
suicide is a glamorous, or acceptable way of escaping 
unwanted challenges—I was clearly shown that it is not! 

Earth Time Is to Gather Good Deeds and Develop Good 
Character Traits

Life presents problems—working on them rather than hiding from them helps us find solutions. Ignoring problems or 
blaming others does not solve them; facing them head on, praying 
for strength and guidance to solve them and the wisdom to find 
their hidden benefits, reaps great rewards.

Others’ Near-Death Experiences 
On the Other Side I had questioned, “What about those
who died, found a beautiful, peaceful place, and came
back to earth life again? Will they find that peace next
time?” The answer was given me that it depends upon the
intent of their hearts and their actions as it does for all of
us. My understanding was reinforced with the knowledge
that we are required to endure whatever happens to us to the
end of our lives.

However, as well as I know this, there are times when
I find certain unwanted, familiar feelings starting to
return, and I have to replace them with thoughts I know
will help to create the actions and results I really want.
Knowing that if I let my mind dwell on upsetting, unhappy thoughts, I will again attract “bad-habit thinking,” I
stop those thoughts by remembering what I experienced
on the Other Side. The principles I learned there help me
make it through difficult situations.

Helping Others Helps Me

When I am feeling stressed or not feeling as mentally “up” 
as I would like, I usually call someone who I know needs 
help. I know it does not help to call someone to complain 
about life or to criticize. A technique I have found that 

works wonders is to call someone with cheerful, good news 
or to help someone else have an “up” day. Helping someone else, usually helps me. 

Also, as I share my experience with others in a way that 
helps them, it helps me to relive it and remember what I 
learned from it. Remembering the significance and reality 
of what I experienced continues to help me here.

For several years, my cousin Gloria, my mother, and
several others, have urged me to publish my experiences,
but I hesitated. Then I began receiving letters and calls
from people telling me of the positive differences my
story had made in the lives of those with whom I had
shared; they wanted their own loved ones to know about
it, too.

Ultimately, I gathered my courage and decided it was 
time to speak up more actively. Sometimes I speak on a 
one-to-one basis and other times with groups, as I feel 
prompted. Several times on an airplane the feeling has 
come to me that I must tell the person next to me a portion 
of my story. 

When I get such feelings, they grow until I feel 
compelled  to speak up. Then I begin a casual conversation
and generally, with the other person’s first few words, I
learn why I felt impressed to speak to them. As I mentioned before, in many of life’s situations, God uses
people (whenever they are willing) to answer the prayers
of others.

When Others Need Help
Since returning from the Other Side, there have been 
times that miraculous epi sodes have occurred when I told 
my story to strangers. Some needed a push to go to the 
dentist, others were suffer ing from an ailment I accurately 
pinpointed which they were then able to overcome by 
seeking proper help.

Sometimes the person was feeling depressed or suicidal, and later I learned that they made changes in their lives 
and were doing better. I was glad our paths crossed when 
they did and I was able to help.

A Gift of Empathy

Upon returning to earth life, with the new, expanded 
knowledge I had gained, I felt more empathetic toward 
others. I treasure this empathy as a gift. When I look at 

others’ faces and countenances now, whether I am speaking 
to an audience, seeing someone in a restaurant, sitting next 
to a stranger on an airplane or almost anywhere, I seem 
intuitively to discern the pain and joy that the people 
around me have experienced in their lives. 

Sensing their inner beauty, struggles, and sincerity or 
lack thereof, I begin to feel much about them. When I look 
into people’s eyes and see their expressions, I understand 
them better and become aware of many of their needs, 
wants, fears, pains, and struggles. 

Phases of History
I know we are progressing from one phase of history to 
another, from the past, through the present and into the 
future. I am extremely grateful that I was allowed to come 
back to earth and see some of these futuristic, remarkable 
things unfold. Having a better perspective helps me to 
understand more of what is taking place. It is fascinating to 
know that revolutionary technologies and marvelous inventions are coming, such as improved, new medical advances 
for maintaining health, outwitting disease, and faster, more 
accurate diagnostic techniques.

Some have already come about. It has been a marvelous experience to watch some of the things unfold that
spark memories of being on the Other Side. Medical science has done almost unbelievable things, but there is yet
much more to come, such as wondrous alternative-medical cures, and other natural remedies and healing discoveries for the body.

The body is a truly miraculous gift of the Creator.
Prayer and Surroundings
Prayer is a special time. After my experience on the Other 
Side, as I now pray, I mentally picture God in my mind as 
a real, loving, personable, all-wise, all-powerful, and allknowing God who wants me to be grateful for what I have.

As I kneel to pray in the morning, I feel it is helpful
for me to take a few moments and call to mind those
whom the Lord would have me be mindful of that day. By
being more aware of others’ needs, I feel more in tune
with God. When I am more in harmony with His desired
outcome of my day, I know I am more apt to have my
prayers answered favorably and to receive His peace.

Also, I prefer to get in a reverent physical and spiritual setting when I can. I do not delay my prayers, though, 
just because I am not in the right place or I don’t look 
right. He listens and can hear, no matter how or where 
someone prays to Him. His love is extended to all, regardless of situation and apparel. Prayers are answered according to His own timetable.

When I prepare myself before praying, I feel more 
respectful. God is as real as any other being—certainly 
more special than anyone I might meet in earth life. Just as 
I comb my hair and straighten my appearance before opening the door to a friend or stranger, I want to do so before 
opening a dialogue with the most important being in my 
life. Prayer time can be anytime, anywhere, but I like to 
keep in mind with whom I am conversing, and make it 
special whenever I can.

My new attitude has to do with the reverence and 
respect I feel for Him since I have come to know Him better. Remembering the scripture that tells of Moses
approaching the burning bush, the voice told him to 
remove his shoes, for the ground on which he stood was 
holy. For me now, I remind myself that prayer time is holy 
time, and I want to be even more respectful than I would 
talking with any other person. 

Usually, I want to tell Him how much I sincerely 
appreciate what I have been given, the blessings I’ve 
received, and prayers that have been answered. It is important to thank Him for the gifts He has given before I ask 
for more. 

It is not necessary to use eloquent speech when I pray, 
because I know God is understanding and knows the intent 
of my heart. It is important to pray in the manner I feel is 
comfortable and appropriate. When I was on the Other 
Side, I learned that He wants to hear from me—and from 
all of us. When I think of prayer as a two-way communication, it becomes easier to pray. 

Whisperings of the Spirit

There are moments when the veil seems to draw back and 
memories from the Other Side return. These experiences 
are similar to walking into a room filled with dear and 

familiar people and experiences. Wondering how I could 
have ever forgotten some of them, I realize I didn’t really 
forget. They are still there, but the pressures of day-to-day 
living pushed them to the back of my memory.

It is enjoyable when someone says something that 
refreshes my memory of scenes and feelings from the Other 
Side, and I remember how wondrously whole the purpose 
and plan of life really is. The combined feelings of love, 
connec tions to people, nature, knowledge about forgive ness 
and the desire to forgive others quickly well up within me. 
I re-experience some of the glorious feelings about life I felt 
then and deep gratitude for my mortal existence. 

My love for others expanded when I learned the Great 
Eternal Truth that each person is a unique individual with 
definite, differing personalities; that we always will be 
known by and unconditionally loved by God. Through 
whisperings of the Spirit, we can all know that we have 
always been uniquely us even before we were born. We
didn’t just begin with life on earth. We can also know that 
our identity continues after earth life—we don’t stop being 
us at death.

Reaping Miraculous Results

From my experience on the Other Side, I learned many 
things. One conclusion I reached is that life is similar to a 
treasure chest filled with vast treasures, for here and for 

heaven, but it has a big lock on it. Holding grudges, using 
harsh words, running from life and oneself by using drugs 
or alcohol and avoiding problems only makes the lock 
stronger.

There are “Grand Keys” to opening the lock that I 
learned. They are: striving to be slow to anger, being quick to 
forgive, and seeking heavenly help by communicating with God 
through sincere prayer.

In addition, I know that problems can be solved by 
believing in miracles, expecting miracles, and helping to 
create miraculous results for someone else. All such miracles reap eternal rewards.

Chapter 31

Life—Worth Living and Celebrating

WHEN MY PERSPECTIVE IS CLEAR, I gladly accept life’s challenges and the size of my body. Whether I am slender or 
not is no longer a big issue for me. Before my near-death 
experience, I had been anorexic and bulimic. I had mistakenly thought that being “thin” was critically important to 
being happy.

However, on the Other Side, it was revealed to me and 
I was given knowledge and truth about the importance of 
having good health and that the popular desire to be thin 
is only a fad of present-day fashion. 

Also, on the Other Side, I learned that anorexia, bulimia,
or eating “junk food” can cause pain, stress, and extreme
anxiety. It can kill us. How we treat our bodies can greatly
determine the quality and length of our lives. The choices we
make, the kinds and amounts of foods and water we eat and
drink daily are definitely linked to how we think and feel.

I also learned that we need proper nourishment for 
body, mind, and spirit—they are absolutely intertwined. I 
was shown that our choices have earthly and spiritual consequences, which build or deplete our energy. Our bodies 
are gifts from God, and must last us a lifetime.
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Learning more about the natural health field has been 
fascinating, and implementing the knowledge is a day-today challenge. When I nourish my mind, body, and spirit, 
and depend on God’s timing, I have discovered profound 
whisperings of the Spirit and reaped miracles.

As I write this, I am reminded of a message I put on a 
wall plaque. It is from the poem “Salutation to the Dawn,” 
author unknown. I adapted and added to this saying, and 
sometimes I give it out at speaking engagements:

Yesterday is already a dream, tomorrow is only a vision;
but today, WELL LIVED, makes every yesterday a dream of happiness,
and tomorrow a vision of hope.

Celebrate Life. This Is Not a Dress Rehearsal!

The Need for Help Rather than Advice

Before my near-death experience in 1983, I had tried many 
different things through the years to help myself, but feelings of depression and thoughts of suicide continued to 
creep into my mind. Their luring appeal was based on false 

notions of escaping from life’s problems and gaining 
unearned peace. 
Friends and family offered advice such as, “Get hold
of yourself,” and phrases like, “Pull yourself together!
How can you be blue when you have so many blessings?”
and “Snap out of it!” When I was depressed to the point
of considering suicide and I would hear, “Think of your
family,” it only made me feel more suicidal because I
wrongly felt they were selfish to ask me to live when I
wanted to die.

I would caution those approached by people voicing 
thoughts of suicide. State ments that may seem like good 
advice are usually not well received by someone feeling 
downhearted and overwhelmed. “Get hold of yourself” 
type of comments do not help but add to their feelings of 
hopelessness, inadequacy, and can make them feel worse 
and even push them deeper into depression.

If it were always possible for people feeling extremely 
depressed to pull themselves together and get on with their 
lives, there would be few people with depression. It’s 
important to realize when people feel depressed for an 
extended period of time, they may no longer be able to pull 
their mood up by themselves. They need help!

There are ways to help the suicidal person realize his or 
her own life’s value: All involved need to seek help.
Take Control and Fight for Life

If you are the one feeling depressed, listen to your feelings 
and the whisperings of the Spirit. Seek help actively! Ask for 
it. Don’t be put off. Go to a doctor, a religious leader, a 

counselor. 
 Fight for life. Pray and pray again! We are each 
responsible for our own happiness. Taking control of our 
thoughts, feelings, attitudes, and consequently our lives 
often means seeking out the best resources we can find to 
help us solve our particular problems. I have discovered 
that I must be a detective searching out ideas and resources 
to make life as full as I can for myself in caring for my 
mind, body, and spirit. I know that I must be aware of my 
moods and continually remind myself of my true purpose 
for living and of the true, lasting peace of mind to be found 
in right thinking.

I feel I must warn as many people as possible, any who
will listen to what I discovered: We are our own judges!
When we get to the Other Side too soon and realize what
we gave up and the sorrow or pain we caused others, we
may experience an emotional torture of our own making
that is true agony.

The Great Benefits of Hanging On

There are times in life when you may be faced with the 
choice of giving up on life or going on. Please hear my 
message. Life is worth living! 

Choosing otherwise can steal away great joys. It is not 
a chance worth taking. I learned that life offers rich opportunities even in seeming defeats. Glorious rewards  can be 
earned and enjoyed in this life, and especially on the Other 
Side, with right thoughts, actions, and kind deeds.

Life-Threatening Myths
Circumstances are constantly changing—often for the better. At least during earth life, we can still repent, find solutions, and grow wiser. Death is so final. Suicidal thoughts are 
false, futile attempts to escape from problems, rather than 
solve them.They short-circuit thinking and add to problems and feelings of depression. Suicidal thoughts always 
contain life-threatening myths! 

Suicidal thoughts actually stopped me from finding solutions.
When I was on the Other Side, the anguish from my
wrong actions created an unquenchable burning and searing of my conscience. It was agonizing to realize I had lost
great rewards of happiness as a result of my choices when
enduring and hanging on a little longer could have
brought me the rewards of eternal victory with my family
and loved ones.

I feel that it is important to again repeat that only God
knows the full answers to questions regarding those who
commit suicide and only He can administer a fair judgment
and decide the degree of each person’s accountability.
However, even though individuals may feel depressed and
miserable in life, they may  feel enormously worse on the
Other Side if they kill themselves.

One of God’s Greatest Gifts

During my near-death experience, I learned that life is one 
of God’s greatest gifts to each of us. To throw it away by 
committing suicide is possibly one of the worst acts one can 
commit—it is offensive and disrespectful to Him. Suicide 
is a tragedy for all concerned.

Also, I learned that when a person has sincerely tried to
meet their challenges and it is their time to die, they can pass
on to a welcoming home from those who love them on the
Other Side and enjoy the fruits of their labors on earth. He
or she can look forward to the harvest of good deeds and
good attitudes by having endured well to the end. Such individuals will be met by heavenly family, friends, angels, and
God with mutual rejoicing over earthly achievements.

Chapter 32

Highlights from Heaven: an Overview
My experience was the 
most realistic event of my life. 
While I was on the Other Side all of my senses were 
expanded beyond anything possible in mortal life. By comparison, earth life is the dream world. Realism is only found 
on the Other Side.

Taking just one example, that of knowledge—never 
during earth life could my mind have grasped what it did 
there. It was as if I were drinking from some vast pool of 
forgotten wisdom. Information poured into me the instant 
I formulated a question. And much of what I knew over 
there seemed to come from within me, as if from a dormant pool that had suddenly become energized in this different sphere.

A Sphere of Love
It was a different sphere—one in which knowledge was 
readily available to the earnest seeker and one in which the 
concept of time is meaningless. The past, present, and 
future seemed accessible on demand. And the place was 
permeated with love—love that rises to emotional heights 
undreamed of in earthly terms.

A Great Retirement Fund in Heaven
Another Great Truth that I learned while I was on the 
Other Side is that enduring well while making it through 
problems during earth life will bring such great satisfaction 
and peace of mind over there that it defies description. It is 
like discovering that there is a great retirement fund in 
heaven which is built by overcoming problems during earth 
life with loving, forgiving, and charitable attitudes and 
actions. Such actions create heavenly rewards that include 
lasting, eternal peace and joy. 

What I saw was not pleasant, and added to the realism
of the experience. Those who had committed suicide, for
example, I saw that they were pitifully distraught people
who had somehow broken a premortal promise to make
the most of their lives. Their agony of missed opportunity
was clearly evident; I shared some of their feelings because
I had willed myself to die.

Life’s events, good and bad, were put into an eternal 
perspective that finally made sense to me. Never, with the 
dim earthly understanding I had before my experience, 
could I have fathomed the meaning and purposes of life as 
I did there. I came to understand that earthly life is a gift 
precious beyond belief.

Another Chance
My return to life was a wondrous, welcome reprieve. My 
choice to return was driven by my desire to remedy my 
approach to life and its problems. With my new understanding of what I could have been, life, with all of its trials 
and challenges, became an exciting adventure with almost 
limitless opportunities. If I successfully dealt with those 
opportunities, then a boundless future awaited me—an 
expansive future, in a marvelous, glorious sphere, limited 
only by my own thoughts and actions. 

It is difficult to put into words what I saw and felt on 
the Other Side. The anguish, the peace, the light, the 
scenes, the sounds, the expanded feelings and increased 
knowledge were magnificent, yet familiar. It eventually 
struck me that everything there was as it ought to be, a 
considerably different and marvelously strange world, not a 
replica of earth-life’s sphere. 

Healing Defies Medical Wisdom
Other events after my return gave further evidence of the 
reality of my experience. The healing I enjoyed after my 
horribly debilitating illness, although not complete, was 
sufficient to allow me to realize my new-found life’s mission. This healing defied most medical wisdom of the time. 
My recognition of the devastation created by my infected 
tooth was unexplainable by the best medical help I could 
get at the time. Yet the tooth’s removal proved the efficacy 
of my Other Side’s vision.

Fulfilling My Mission

My experience was the essence of reality. Purposely I 
believe, my memory has dimmed of some of the things I 
knew with such clarity on the Other Side, still the vision of 

that wondrous place is vivid in my mind. It will always be 
so. When flashes of memory bring back some of the feelings I felt there, I experience a longing or homesickness for 
what I know to be my real home. Fortunately, these feelings 
evolve into a desire to live this life to the fullest—to measure up to my full stature as a daughter of God. Someday, 
from the Other Side, I will look back at my actions in this 
life. Then I want to know that I lived up to my premortal 
promises and fulfilled my mission in life and my purpose for 
living.

The following are some of the most vivid impressions I 
received from my Other Side experience:

Sincere Givers Gain
As we give, so shall we receive: 
When we give criticism,
we receive criticism.

When we are hostile,
we cause fighting.
When we ridicule,
we receive ridicule and
become shy.

When we are tolerant,
we learn to be patient.
When we give praise,
we learn to appreciate others and
we receive appreciation.

When we are fair,
we are more apt to receive
justice.

When we have faith,
we receive security.
When we give approval,
we receive love.
When we give friendship, acceptance, and
unconditional love, we find

peace and love in the world . . . Sincere Givers gain.

I pray that this book will be an influence for good to 
those who feel overwhelmed and stressed by life and to 
those who mistakenly long for the peace of death. I especially pray that it will restrain those who may be contemplating ending their own lives.

As I ponder and consider my experiences on the Other 
Side, my outstanding impressions are of the importance of 
being forgiving, of unconditionally loving others, and of 
not judging, criticizing, nor complaining.  

Vividly, I remember the feelings of absolute, allencompassing LOVE that radiated, permeated, and engulfed 
me. I personally learned that GOD IS REAL! During my 
near-death experience, I also learned Heavenly Answers 
for Stress and Grief Relief NowTM and How to Make 
Certain to Enjoy the Other Side When We Get There.

Epilogue
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Heavenly Stepping Stones
Several months after my experience on the Other Side in 
1983, I met and married Earl Brown. I want to thank him 
and acknowledge his loving enthusiasm and encouragement 
for this book and its messages. I know his concern continues beyond the day of his accidental death in 1998 when he 
was called to return to God on the Other Side. 

Since the book was first published in 1997, many additional things have happened in my life. In 1998 I became a
widow when Earl died unexpectedly. The seven years following his death were difficult. I had the “growing experiences”
of surviving severe accidents, health problems, the tragic
death of my mother and eight other family members, and the
loss of time and money from betrayal of false friends.

A Honeymoon and a Fire
Then I received a great, unexpected miracle. I met Ronald 
Runnells. We had a storybook courtship, romance, and 
marriage. However, while we were on our honeymoon, we 
were informed of a random act of arson. My home of 34 
years, and everything in it, was totally burned including my 
laptop computer, which I was using to add current comments before I published the new edition of this book. 

My insurance was inadequate to cover such a loss. This 
catastrophe, in addition to financial and health problems 
caused me grief that was challenging to overcome. In 
prayer, I felt heavenly whisperings that I would gain spiritually from this experience. However, my knowledge that 
problems are opportunities for mental and spiritual growth 
was severely tested.


Small Treasures Recovered and Lesson Learned
Day after day for several months, Ron and I dug through 
burned rubble hoping to salvage pictures, documents, and 
a few treasured mementos. Many times I quietly dried tears 
as I knelt in prayer and thanked God that my life had been 
spared. However, I could not let the debris be scooped up 
and hauled away until I looked through it all. Some of the 
pictures, notes, and correspondence that I found were 
priceless and worth the effort. 

My famous gold-crowned tooth was found in the
rubble, still intact, in the little brown prescription bottle
where I had placed it years before. This became another
great learning experience. My life since has been filled
with miracles, insights, and loving relationships which
became the heavenly stepping stones to the peace of mind
and joy that I now have, which is more than I ever thought
possible.

From My Heart to Yours: A Message of Hope   
I have a heart-felt desire to make this book, Heavenly 
Answers, and its messages of hope and reasons for living 
available to those who are stressed, depressed, and/or sui

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cidal. Personal knowledge has fueled my soul-felt desire to 
keep on keeping on sharing discovered eternal truths about 
the Other Side.

There are many people who desperately need hope. They 
need to know that regardless of the difficulties in life, they 
can find the joy and peace I have now. Also in special need 
are people who have given up and need encouragement to 
keep living day-to-day after the loss of loved ones or experiencing other catastrophes.

With sincere prayers for God’s loving mercy to ease my 
grief, pain, and sorrow, my feelings of devastation were 
swept away as I became even more determined to help others gain inspiration to keep on keeping on through their 
own challenges.

They 
have brought me more love, light, and enjoyment than I 
ever thought possible. I am truly blessed.

Suicide Consequences and Survivor Peace
Since my Other Side experience in 1983, I have discovered 
that many times, with the death of a loved one, or when a 
person in a family commits suicide, another person sometimes mistakenly believe that he or she can receive an 
unearned peace and instantly join the deceased person with a 
self-inflicted death as did three members of my family. 

I know that
 I cannot judge other people’s actions or the contributing circumstances that led them to kill themselves. 
However, my soul yearns to enlighten my family, friends, 
and others, who will listen, about the value of making it 
through problems, rather than quitting life because of them. 

Whenever and wherever possible, I have shared my personal story and what could happen and the possible consequences of suicide.  

Numerous people listened, and many of them responded 
to my message.  I have received miraculous accounts and 
priceless personal stories from people who stated that they 
changed their definite plans to commit suicide when they 
heard my story and what they may face in the Afterlife. 
They, and many of their family members, have expressed 
gratitude for receiving a new Other Side perspective for living.  They are helping share God’s message to “keep on keeping on,” in spite of earthly challenges.  

However, some people will not listen.  After discussions 
with a close family member for 20 years, I received a phone 
call informing me that she gave up on life.  She believed the 
myth that after taking her own life, she would automatically 
be swept away to some heavenly place of peace with God, 
not realizing that she could stand before Him, and be held 
accountable for the pain she caused others.  

After her death, I believe in my heart that she had great 
remorse and anguish as she witnessed the shock, suffering, 
lasting hardship, and turmoil her suicide caused the family, 
and her friends.  

For a while, I felt that perhaps I was to blame for her 
death because I couldn’t talk her into wanting to live. 

Finally, in prayer, I found a feeling of comfort.  She had 
made her own choice.  I realized that I couldn’t take away 
anyone’s free will, or whether they live or die.  

The decision to reveal these personal family tragedies 
is shared as a warning to my readers that committing suicide 
may influence others to do so, too. 

Even though we cannot reap unearned rewards on the 
Other Side, I want to emphasize and state that it is my 
belief that only God can judge a person’s actions or determine
the ultimate outcome.  Only God can answer our questions
regarding those who commit suicide.  However, with God’s
grace and timing, survivors of those who have died or
committed suicide can find peace and comfort to continue their own individual life’s journey.

No matter the problem, peace, comfort, and loving help
for problems comes from God.
