red wrapping paper
black construction paper
scissors
glue
a black marker
Here's what you do:
1. Place your gift inside the shoebox.
2. Tape the lid shut tight.
3. Wrap the shoebox in the red wrapping paper.
4. Cut four black circles from construction paper. These will be the wheels of the boxcar.
5. Glue the wheels to the front and the back of your boxcar.
6. Look at the little red boxcar on the front cover of this book. Use your marker to draw the lines that you see there.
Now your gift looks like a boxcar!
The Case of the Forgotten Present
Whose gift is this? These great gift tags will solve that mystery!
You will need:
1 sheet of oaktag
felt
markers
glitter
a pencil
scissors
glue
masking tape
newspaper
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Here's what you do:
1 . Decide what shape you would like your gift tag to be. Keep it simple—a star, a tree, a circle, or a rectangle all work well.
2. Use the pencil to draw your shape on the oaktag.
3. Cut the shape from the oaktag. This will be your stencil.
4. Tape the oaktag stencil to a piece of felt. Cut around the oaktag. You'll end up with a piece of felt the same shape as your stencil.
5. Remove the tape and the stencil from the felt.
6. Use your marker to write the name of the person who is receiving the gift onto the felt gift tag.
7. Place your gift tag on the newspaper.
8. Dab a little bit of glue onto the felt wherever you would like the glitter to stick.
9. Pour glitter onto your gift tag.
10. Lift up the gift tag and dump the extra glitter onto the newspaper.
11. When the glue is dry, tape or glue your gift tag to a wrapped gift.
