While the mystery element is central to each of Miss Warner's books, she never thought of them as strictly juvenile mysteries. She liked to stress the Aldens' independence and resourcefulness and their solid New England devotion to using up and making do. The Aldens go about most of their adventures w ith as little adult supervision as possible — something else that delights young readers.
Miss Warner lived in Putnam, Connecticut, until her death in 1979. During her lifetime, she received hundreds of letters from girls and boys telling her how much they liked her books.

Let's Hear It For The Band!

At a county fair, crafts are everywhere! The great thing about crafts is that you can have just as good a time making them as you do using them. Here are some crafty things you can put together. You make them using things from around the house — the same way the Alden children made things when they Hved inside their Boxcar.
Bean Beads
Jessie and Courtney used sparkling African beads to make their jewelry. You don't have to travel all the way to Africa to make beautiful beaded necklaces. You only have to travel as far as your kitchen! You will need: dried kidney, lima, pinto, and lentil beans, glue, 12 inches of strong thread, a kitchen knife, clear nail polish, and a grow n-up.
Here's what you do: Ask the grown-up to cut the beans in half, the long w ay. Put a spot of glue about 2 inches from the end of the thread. Slip half a bean under the glue-covered spot of thread. Slip the other half on top of the thread. Squeeze the halves of the bean together. Wipe off any excess glue. Glue more beans along the thread the same way until vou have used as many beans and covered as much of the thread as you like. Tie the ends of the thread together in a knot. Once the glue is dry, ask your favorite grow n-up to help you coat the beans in clear nail polish. Allow the polish to drv before vou trv on your creation.
Whirly Copters!
