Abraham’s blessing came as a result of the obedience to the voice of his majesty. This is the key of a high flying life. God’s key to a highflying lifestyle is his voice.
It was also the voice of his majesty that made Noah and his family the only survivor of the anti-diluvian age.
The same voice Moses the one the greatest man that ever lived.
Now Moses kept the flock of Jethro his father in law, the priest of Midian: and he led the flock to the backside of the desert, and came to the mountain of God, even to Horeb.
And the angel of the Lord appeared unto him in a flame of fire out of the midst of a bush: and he looked, and, behold, the bush burned with fire, and the bush was not consumed.
And Moses said, I will now turn aside, and see this great sight, why the bush is not burnt.
And when the Lord saw that he turned aside to see, God called unto him out of the midst of the bush, and said, Moses, Moses. And he said, Here am I.
And he said, Draw not nigh hither: put off thy shoes from off thy feet, for the place whereon thou standest is holy ground.
Moreover he said, I am the God of thy father, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, and the God of Jacob. And Moses hid his face; for he was afraid to look upon God.

Now after the death of Moses the servant of the Lord it came to pass, that the Lord spake unto Joshua the son of Nun, Moses' minister, saying,
Moses my servant is dead; now therefore arise, go over this Jordan, thou, and all this people, unto the land which I do give to them, even to the children of Israel.
Every place that the sole of your foot shall tread upon, that have I given unto you, as I said unto Moses.
From the wilderness and this Lebanon even unto the great river, the river Euphrates, all the land of the Hittites, and unto the great sea toward the going down of the sun, shall be your coast.
There shall not any man be able to stand before thee all the days of thy life: as I was with Moses, so I will be with thee: I will not fail thee, nor forsake thee.
Be strong and of a good courage: for unto this people shalt thou divide for an inheritance the land, which I sware unto their fathers to give them.

And David's men said unto him, Behold, we be afraid here in Judah: how much more then if we come to Keilah against the armies of the Philistines?
Then David inquired of the Lord yet again. And the Lord answered him and said, Arise, go down to Keilah; for I will deliver the Philistines into thine hand.
1 Sam 23:2-4 KJV
David was a man that heard from God daily and this was why he was called the man after God’s heart. If you want too get o your high place in life you must always follow the path David trod. He was always listening to God and hearing from God before he did anything. If you want to get to the top in life then you must learn to access and follow the voice of his majesty.

When we follow his leadings our peace is like the river. Hear what he told the children of Isreal:
O that thou hadst hearkened to my commandments! then had thy peace been as a river, and thy righteousness as the waves of the sea:
Isa 48:18 KJV
God is saying if you can hear his voice and keep his commandments then he will make out peace to be like the rivers. If you desire to have peace then you should learn to hear the voice of his majesty.
He Protects The Lead
The Lord is my shepherd; I shall not want.
He maketh me to lie down in green pastures: he leadeth me beside the still waters.
He restoreth my soul: he leadeth me in the paths of righteousness for his name's sake.
Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil: for thou art with me; thy rod and thy staff they comfort me.
Thou preparest a table before me in the presence of mine enemies: thou anointest my head with oil; my cup runneth over.
Ps 23 1-5 KJV
13 When they went from one nation to another, from one kingdom to another people;
14 He suffered no man to do them wrong: yea, he reproved kings for their sakes;
15 Saying, Touch not mine anointed, and do my prophets no harm.
Ps 105:13-15 KJV
When you are in the company of God every demon clears the way. As it is impossible for robbers to attack the convoy of the presidents so no evil will come near you
It will be a mistake on the part of the robbers if they dared to attack the government house. Some terrorist tried to attack a government house in one of the northern states in Nigeria none of them lived to tell the tale. Anyone who follows the leading of the voice of the of his majesty will be in the company of angels.

He has al power of provisions in his hand. Infact moved when I came across this scriptures:
And say thou unto the people, Sanctify yourselves against to morrow, and ye shall eat flesh: for ye have wept in the ears of the Lord, saying, Who shall give us flesh to eat? for it was well with us in Egypt: therefore the Lord will give you flesh, and ye shall eat.
Ye shall not eat one day, nor two days, nor five days, neither ten days, nor twenty days;
But even a whole month, until it come out at your nostrils, and it be loathsome unto you: because that ye have despised the Lord which is among you, and have wept before him, saying, Why came we forth out of Egypt?
Num 11:18-20 KJV
God said he was going to give the children of Israel fried whole chicken for ONE WHOLE MONTH ! They were 3 million people! And god was to feed them for one months
And Moses gat him into the camp, he and the elders of Israel.
And there went forth a wind from the Lord, and brought quails from the sea, and let them fall by the camp, as it were a day's journey on this side, and as it were a day's journey on the other side, round about the camp, and as it were two cubits high upon the face of the earth.
Num 11:30-31 KJV
There is nothing that we need that he cannot provide. There is absolutely nothing that he cannot us. He already said like we saw early that he owns the cattle on a thousand hills. He owns all the things.
Now that we have seen the reasons why need the voice of his majesty lets look at what we mean by divine guidance.
CHAPTER FOUR
WHAT WE MEAN BY THE VOICE OF HIS MAJESTY
And it shall come to pass, if thou shalt hearken diligently unto the voice of the Lord thy God, to observe and to do all his commandments which I command thee this day, that the Lord thy God will set thee on high above all nations of the earth:
Deut 28:1 KJV
If we hearken diligently the scripture says if we diligently we means it takes diligence to hear the voice of his majesty. What this means is that hearing the voice of God is hard work it takes diligence to position yourself in a place where God will speak to us. Many of us are used to five minutes quiet time. We say our father and rush out of the house in the morning and in tee evening when we come back we say the grace.
There is no we can access the voice of his majesty in that way. You should know that it takes diligence to go the Lord in prayer, it takes diligence to meditate it takes diligence to hear God’s voice as you will be learning in chapter seven we will be exploring what it takes to hear God’s voice.
All those who heard from God in the scripture took time. Let’s look at two of them.
Samuel
Samuel was in the house of Eli he was but a young boy who has not heard God’s voice before then God called him he heard God for the first time. He heard God even at a time when it was the difficult for the national prophet to hear him. It took three times before the slow, old prophet could realize that it was God that was speaking to him. Thank God he did realize from that day on he was longer to be the same again. He became a national prophet who brought deliverance to the children of Israel.
Elijah
Elijah was another person was rode on the high places of the earth. He was called the chariot of Israel and the horsemen he was a one man war squad. Kings and kingdom submit themselves to him. You would have expected that he would get everything the easy way but it was not easy for him sometimes let’s look at it:
And he said, Go forth, and stand upon the mount before the Lord. And, behold, the Lord passed by, and a great and strong wind rent the mountains, and brake in pieces the rocks before the Lord; but the Lord was not in the wind: and after the wind an earthquake; but the Lord was not in the earthquake:
And after the earthquake a fire; but the Lord was not in the fire: and after the fire a still small voice.
And it was so, when Elijah heard it, that he wrapped his face in his mantle, and went out, and stood in the entering in of the cave. And, behold, there came a voice unto him, and said, What doest thou here, Elijah?
1 Kings 19:11-13 KJV
We find that God was not in the wind, earthquake and fire. He had to pass through this stages before he had the still small voice. What we are trying to establish here is that it takes diligence to hear from God. You need to discipline yourself and read the word, spend time to meditate then we hear.
Hearing Involves Two Things
Hearing the voice of God involves two things. Let’s go back to the scripture I read at the beginning of the verse to see:
And it shall come to pass, if thou shalt hearken diligently unto the voice of the Lord thy God, to observe and to do all his commandments which I command thee this day, that the Lord thy God will set thee on high above all nations of the earth:
Deut 28:1 KJV
The scripture here says if you will hearken diligently to God’s voice and keep his commandment. The two parts involve the voice of God and keep his commandments. Both go together in leading and directing us to our high places in life.
The First part is the voice.
Where Did It All Began.
The voice of God first appeared in the beginning of the word.
In the beginning God created the Heaven and the earth.
Genesis 1:1KJV
The voice of his majesty began in the book of Genesis. God spoke and the world was created. The book of Psalms 19 gives us the different forms of the voice of his majesty. Let us look at the whole chapter then we examine the forms it portrays:
The heavens declare the glory of God; and the firmament sheweth his handywork.
Day unto day uttereth speech, and night unto night sheweth knowledge.
There is no speech nor language, where their voice is not heard.
Their line is gone out through all the earth, and their words to the end of the world. In them hath he set a tabernacle for the sun,
Which is as a bridegroom coming out of his chamber, and rejoiceth as a strong man to run a race.
His going forth is from the end of the heaven, and his circuit unto the ends of it: and there is nothing hid from the heat thereof.
The law of the Lord is perfect, converting the soul: the testimony of the Lord is sure, making wise the simple.
The statutes of the Lord are right, rejoicing the heart: the commandment of the Lord is pure, enlightening the eyes.
The fear of the Lord is clean, enduring for ever: the judgments of the Lord are true and righteous altogether.
More to be desired are they than gold, yea, than much fine gold: sweeter also than honey and the honeycomb.
Moreover by them is thy servant warned: and in keeping of them there is great reward.
Ps 19:1-11 KJV
Let us look at the different forms of the word of God.
The Voice Of God as The Law
Let’s look at verse 7
The law of the Lord is perfect, converting the soul: the testimony of the Lord is sure, making wise the simple.
The law of the Lord is perfect. The word of God is referred to several times as his law.
What are laws? They are the rules guiding the behaviour and actions of people. God’s word as laws are there to show us the right principle in conducting our lives and behaviour towards other people. This means that God through his laws tells us how to behave and re-act to situations and circumstances around God’s word as laws are meant for the renewal of our mind.
renewing of your mind, that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God. Rom 12 2
God’s word is for making our souls renewed, revived and refreshed ready to hear the direction of God for our lives.
His words as laws are perfect for making us refined citizen of the country this is one reason why we need the word for our lives.
GOD’S WORD AS TESTIMONIES
Let us look at the second part of verse 7
the testimony of the Lord is sure, making wise the simple.
God’s word here are referred to as testimonies and the purpose of the testimony is to make us wise. Testimonies are facts, evidences witnesses to the actual reality to prove the validity or existence of something. God’s word is the evidence that he is real. It was from the testimonies of the scriptures that we discovered that God created the world by the word of his power.
In the beginning God created the Heaven and the earth.
Gen 1:1 KJV
If not for such testimonies we would have been left to our imaginations of how the world was created and so Charles Darwin’s theory of evolution would have made some sense if God had left us to our imagination. God’s word are so sure that Christ puts it this way:
And it is easier for heaven and earth to pass, than one tittle of the law to fail.
Luke 16:17 KJV
The surety of his word is such that the present heaven and earth is not as tangible or as real as the validity of his word. You can hang your destiny on the word and be sure to live a fulfilled word. The words are to
Proof God’s existence.
God is real
The faithfulness of God
The reality of his dealing with men in time past.
As the testimonies of God is so sure that you can depend on it and you will not fail. What then do we do to the testimonies?
ACCEPT THEM
You have to accept them testimonies of God as true and unchanging. . You must see the word as unchanging.
For he established a testimony in Jacob, and appointed a law in Israel, which he commanded our fathers, that they should make them known to their children:
Ps 78:5 KJV
If thy children will keep my covenant and my testimony that I shall teach them, their children shall also sit upon thy throne for evermore.
Ps 132:12 KJV
Quicken me after thy lovingkindness; so shall I keep the testimony of thy mouth
Ps 119:88 KJV
BELIEVE THEM
The next thing you do is to believe on the testimonies you must not only accept them as truth you have to take the next step to believe them.
APPLY THEM
After believing the testimonies you should apply because the scriptures says the testimonies of Jesus is the spirit of testimony :
And I fell at his feet to worship him. And he said unto me, See thou do it not: I am thy fellowservant, and of thy brethren that have the testimony of Jesus: worship God: for the testimony of Jesus is the spirit of prophecy.
Rev 19:10 KJV
You should see that these testimonies are real and happen to you.
THE WORD AS STATUTES
The statutes of the Lord are right, rejoicing the heart: the commandment of the Lord is pure, enlightening the eyes.
Ps 19:8 KJV
Statutes are written laws. Talking of the word of God as statutes it is like the constitution guiding the direction of your life. The word of God should be the final authority in your life.
The constitution of any country is seen as supreme that is, the final authority in life regarding any situation in your life. It should e your all in all when it comes to actions and direction in your life.
God told the children of Israel to keep the word as statutes. Whatever he told them was to be referred to as statutes. It was their constitution!
It shall be a perpetual statute for your generations throughout all your dwellings, that ye eat neither fat nor blood.
Lev 3:17 KJV
And it shall be Aaron's and his sons' by a statute for ever from the children of Israel: for it is an heave offering: and it shall be an heave offering from the children of Israel of the sacrifice of their peace offerings, even their heave offering unto the Lord.
Ex 29:28 KJV
All the males among the children of Aaron shall eat of it. It shall be a statute for ever in your generations concerning the offerings of the Lord made by fire: every one that toucheth them shall be holy.
Lev 6:18 KJV
You see that they are to take the word of God as statutes forever. God’s word is the constitution of the Christian and should be regarded as final authority in the life of any believer
No citizen of any country is greater than the constitution in the same vein nobody is greater than the word of God. Even the scripture says that God honors his word than his name psalm 138: 2. The word of God is the finality in authority. Just as the constitution is referred to when handling matters regarding the laws of the land God word is to be referred to matters regarding to finances marriages, relationships and so on.
The purpose of the law is to rejoice our heart no wonder the scriptures says his words are not grievous. We need therefore to always affirm
….for I will keep the commandments of my God.
Ps 119:115 KJV
We must constantly affirm about the word of God like Jeremaih:
Thy words were found, and I did eat them; and thy word was unto me the joy and rejoicing of mine heart
Jer 15:16 KJV
THE WORD AS COMMANDMENTS
God’s voice are also said to be commandments of God. The commandments of God are the instructions he gives to us telling us what to do.
Commandments are orders, dictations and instructions God gives to us.
You will discover something in the life of Moses he was a man that followed the commandments of God. Look at the book of Exodus chapter 40 alone:
Thus did Moses: according to all that the Lord commanded him, so did he.
Ex 40:16 KJV
And he spread abroad the tent over the tabernacle, and put the covering of the tent above upon it; as the Lord commanded Moses
Ex 40:19 KJV
And he brought the ark into the tabernacle, and set up the vial of the covering, and covered the ark of the testimony; as the Lord commanded Moses.
Ex 40:21 KJV
And he set the bread in order upon it before the Lord; as the Lord had commanded Moses.
Ex 40:23 KJV
And he lighted the lamps before the Lord; as the Lord commanded Moses.
Ex 40:25 KJV
And he burnt sweet incense thereon; as the Lord commanded Moses
Ex 40:27 KJV
And he put the altar of burnt offering by the door of the tabernacle of the tent of the congregation, and offered upon it the burnt offering and the meat offering; as the Lord commanded Moses.
Ex 40:29 KJV
When they went into the tent of the congregation, and when they came near unto the altar, they washed; as the Lord commanded Moses.
Ex 40:32 KJV
No wonder God said of Moses in numbers chapter 12
And the Lord came down in the pillar of the cloud, and stood in the door of the tabernacle, and called Aaron and Miriam: and they both came forth.
And he said, Hear now my words: If there be a prophet among you, I the Lord will make myself known unto him in a vision, and will speak unto him in a dream.
My servant Moses is not so, who is faithful in all mine house.
With him will I speak mouth to mouth, even apparently, and not in dark speeches; and the similitude of the Lord shall he behold: wherefore then were ye not afraid to speak against my servant Moses?
Num 12:5-8 KJV
What then do we do with God’s commandment?
HEAR IT
God wants us to hear his commandments. We should diligently hearken to the voice of God. After hearing his words the next thing is to meditate.
MEDITATE ON IT
We will be talking in depth on this on the chapter of accessing the voice of his majesty. Meditation is what will give you understanding of the word of God
KEEP IT
Keeping the commandment involves internalizing the word and then obey his commandments we need to keep the commandments of God. God wants us to keep his commandment.
The sum up of we have said is that the voice of his majesty is the way God speak to us. He talks to us through various means which will be seeing later.
CHAPTER FIVE
THE PURPOSE OF THE VOICE OF HIS MAJESTY

When God called Abraham it was for the purpose of making him great upon the earth. Let us examine the verse
And I will make of thee a great nation, and I will bless thee, and make thy name great; and thou shalt be a blessing
God said I will make of thee a great nation. God’s intention is to make him great nation. God wanted him to be great and this is purpose for all his children:
That the blessing of Abraham might come on the Gentiles through Jesus Christ; that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith.
Gal 3:14 KJV
He wants to make his people great
Gal 3:14
And it shall come to pass, if thou shalt hearken diligently unto the voice of the Lord thy God, to observe and to do all his commandments which I command thee this day, that the Lord thy God will set thee on high above all nations of the earth:
Deut 28:1 KJV
When he called the children of Israel out like we see in the above verse it was to make them great in the Abrahimic order of life. This order is to be a great nation. It starts with the patriarch himself, hear what God said to him:
Now the Lord had said unto Abram, Get thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred, and from thy father's house, unto a land that I will shew thee:
And I will make of thee a great nation, and I will bless thee, and make thy name great; and thou shalt be a blessing:
And I will bless them that bless thee, and curse him that curseth thee: and in thee shall all families of the earth be blessed.
Gen 12:1-3 KJV
Look again
And the Lord said unto Abram, after that Lot was separated from him, Lift up now thine eyes, and look from the place where thou art northward, and southward, and eastward, and westward:
For all the land which thou seest, to thee will I give it, and to thy seed for ever.
And I will make thy seed as the dust of the earth: so that if a man can number the dust of the earth, then shall thy seed also be numbered.
Arise, walk through the land in the length of it and in the breadth of it; for I will give it unto thee.
Gen 13:14-17 KJV
God still assured him in
And, behold, the word of the Lord came unto him, saying, This shall not be thine heir; but he that shall come forth out of thine own bowels shall be thine heir.
Gen 15:4 KJV
He further confirmed
And when Abram was ninety years old and nine, the Lord appeared to Abram, and said unto him, I am the Almighty God; walk before me, and be thou perfect.
And I will make my covenant between me and thee, and will multiply thee exceedingly.
And Abram fell on his face: and God talked with him, saying,
As for me, behold, my covenant is with thee, and thou shalt be a father of many nations.
Neither shall thy name any more be called Abram, but thy name shall be Abraham; for a father of many nations have I made thee.
And I will make thee exceeding fruitful, and I will make nations of thee, and kings shall come out of thee.
Gen 17:1-6 KJV
Then he told him after he passed the test.
And said, By myself have I sworn, saith the Lord, for because thou hast done this thing, and hast not withheld thy son, thine only son:
That in blessing I will bless thee, and in multiplying I will multiply thy seed as the stars of the heaven, and as the sand which is upon the sea shore; and thy seed shall possess the gate of his enemies;
And in thy seed shall all the nations of the earth be blessed; because thou hast obeyed my voice.
Gen 22:16-18 KJV
God made it clear to Abraham that he will make him a great nation.
Now Lets look at Isaac
for in Isaac shall thy seed be called.
Gen 21:12 KJV
While he was yet to marry Rebecca’s family also saw it:
And they blessed Rebekah, and said unto her, Thou art our sister, be thou the mother of thousands of millions, and let thy seed possess the gate of those which hate them.
Gen 24:60 KJV
Then in Jacob
And God Almighty bless thee, and make thee fruitful, and multiply thee, that thou mayest be a multitude of people;
And give thee the blessing of Abraham, to thee, and to thy seed with thee; that thou mayest inherit the land wherein thou art a stranger, which God gave unto Abraham.
And thy seed shall be as the dust of the earth, and thou shalt spread abroad to the west, and to the east, and to the north, and to the south: and in thee and in thy seed shall all the families of the earth be blessed.
Gen 28:3-4 , 14KJV
God promised him and told him that he will be great. This continued in the children of Israel. This is just to show that the Abrahimic order of blessing is meant for greatness.
God’s voice wants to make us great in life so that we can be a blessing. Every child of God is blessed so that he can be a blessing to others. The lineage goes down through Isaac, Jacob, the Israelites and then to as many that will become Israelite(Spiritual).
Abraham was called out so that he will be a blessing to the generations to come. The same blessing robs on us as children of God we become blessing the scriptures says that the blessing of Abraham must come on the gentile that we can become the heir of the promise of the spirit of God through faith. The moment you become a child of God you automatically enter into the promise of the spirit by faith.
God also called Abraham to give him a possession
And Abraham was old, and well stricken in age: and the Lord had blessed Abraham in all things.
Gen 24:1 KJV
The same is for Isaac he became the envy of the Philistines and then Jacob his son also. The children of Israel were also blessed in such order.
God’s purpose is so that we possess our possessions. Like we read earlier Laban the brother to Isaac told him that he was to possess the gate of his enemy.
The inheritance God promised the children were not meant to only in this world it was also to be eternal.
For they that say such things declare plainly that they seek a country.
And truly, if they had been mindful of that country from whence they came out, they might have had opportunity to have returned.
But now they desire a better country, that is, an heavenly: wherefore God is not ashamed to be called their God: for he hath prepared for them a city.
Heb 11:14-16 KJV
Abraham knew that his inheritance was much more than on earth he saw something greater than all we can see. It was an eternal inheritance. As children of God we need to look beyond the present realities and look to our eternal kingdom.
THE PURPOSE OF HIS VOICE
We should have seen the reason why God called Abraham and how I applies to us today. Now let us examine the reason why God speaks to us today.
TO SET US HIGH ABOVE
And it shall come to pass, if thou shalt hearken diligently unto the voice of the Lord thy God, to observe and to do all his commandments which I command thee this day, that the Lord thy God will set thee on high above all nations of the earth:
Deut 28:1 KJV
The first major purpose why God speaks to us is to set us high above all the nations of the earth. God wants his people to be above. Most times we read the bible casually if we read this scripture so we will not get the real meaning of the text. I don’t want to go into any other translations. So let us look at it very well. It say that if you will diligently hearken(listen) to God’s voice he will set us high above all the nations. It does not say above but high above all the nations of the earth. What this means is that we are to be higher than all there should be a very big gap between those that serve God and those that are not serving him. It is time for the children of God to take their place. When the children of Israel came out of Egypt they became a terror to every nation where they came to Rahab told the spies that the terror of Israel came upon them. The Gibeonites said there was no more strength again in them when they heard of what God did for them. The same way we should send shiver to the spines of the unbelievers today. We are to rule in the midst of God’s enemies.
If you hear and follow God’s voice he desires to place you on top in your field, no matter where you operate God wants you high above all the nations of the earth.
Those who here and obey the voice of the lord are to be placed above everyone on the earth regardless of wherever they may find themselves. Like we read of Abraham he was to be such a blessing that all the families(nations) of the earth were to look at him for blessing.
So every family on earth that wishes to enjoy God’s blessing must connect to the God of Abraham. As I write this I feel like jumping . if you meditate on this very well you will understand God’s desire to make his children great in life. You can tread the path of Abraham.
And the Lord shall make thee the head, and not the tail; and thou shalt be above only, and thou shalt not be beneath; if that thou hearken unto the commandments of the Lord thy God, which I command thee this day, to observe and to do them:
Deut 28:13 KJV
There were others who had the same experience of high place in life because to following the voice of his majesty. David, Elijah, Peter and Paul all followed this voice and reigned in life.
For if by one man's offence death reigned by one; much more they which receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness shall reign in life by one, Jesus Christ.)
Rom 5:17 KJV
God wants us to reign in life through Jesus Christ.
TO SATISFY OUR SOULS
And the Lord shall guide thee continually, and satisfy thy soul in drought, and make fat thy bones: and thou shalt be like a watered garden, and like a spring of water, whose waters fail not.
And they that shall be of thee shall build the old waste places: thou shalt raise up the foundations of many generations; and thou shalt be called, The repairer of the breach, The restorer of paths to dwell in.
Isa 58:11-13 KJV
Let’s look at the following scriptures in Deut 28:
Verse4 and 5
Blessed shall be the fruit of thy body, and the fruit of thy ground, and the fruit of thy cattle, the increase of thy kine, and the flocks of thy sheep.
Blessed shall be thy basket and thy store.
Verse 8
The Lord shall command the blessing upon thee in thy storehouses, and in all that thou settest thine hand unto; and he shall bless thee in the land which the Lord thy God giveth thee.
Verse11-12
And the Lord shall make thee plenteous in goods, in the fruit of thy body, and in the fruit of thy cattle, and in the fruit of thy ground, in the land which the Lord sware unto thy fathers to give thee.
The Lord shall open unto thee his good treasure, the heaven to give the rain unto thy land in his season, and to bless all the work of thine hand: and thou shalt lend unto many nations, and thou shalt not borrow.
God desires to satisfy all your need. The book of third John says he wants us to prosper and be in health at all times.
But my God shall supply all your need according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus.
God does not want any of his children to lack or suffer want. His desire is that we have all our needs met. He feed the Israelites in the wilderness. It came to a point even Moses thought it was impossible. He told Moses he will feed three million people with fried chicken. God is indeed great!
And thou shalt remember all the way which the Lord thy God led thee these forty years in the wilderness, to humble thee, and to prove thee, to know what was in thine heart, whether thou wouldest keep his commandments, or no.
And he humbled thee, and suffered thee to hunger, and fed thee with manna, which thou knewest not, neither did thy fathers know; that he might make thee know that man doth not live by bread only, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of the Lord doth man live.
Thy raiment waxed not old upon thee, neither did thy foot swell, these forty years.
Thou shalt also consider in thine heart, that, as a man chasteneth his son, so the Lord thy God chasteneth thee.
Therefore thou shalt keep the commandments of the Lord thy God, to walk in his ways, and to fear him.
For the Lord thy God bringeth thee into a good land, a land of brooks of water, of fountains and depths that spring out of valleys and hills;
A land of wheat, and barley, and vines, and fig trees, and pomegranates; a land of oil olive, and honey;
Deut 8:2-8 KJV
When God told the children of Israel to go out of Egypt they might have been wandering how well they feed but God will always provide for those he his leading no wonder the Psalmist said
The Lord is my shepherd; I shall not want.
He maketh me to lie down in green pastures: he leadeth me beside the still waters.
He restoreth my soul: he leadeth me in the paths of righteousness for his name's sake.
Ps 23:1-3 KJV
He knows all that we need and will satisfy our needs. He has provided all we need for our soul spirit and body. He is all you need to have all your needs met then learn to follow the voice of his majesty HE CANNOT FAIL.
TO SHOW HIS SECRET
The secret of the Lord is with them that fear him; and he will shew them his covenant.
Ps 25:14 KJV
God will always show his secret to those who will follow the voice of his majesty. Take for example, Moses he followed God and was shown all the secret of creation, all that happened in the antediluvian period would not have been known if not for Moses’ access to the voice of his majesty the story of creation will still be a mystery.
David saw things about the messiah that was to happen thousand of years after his departure because he was committed to hearing the voice of his majesty, What do we say of Peter and Paul. Who saw beyond their time to the time of the end of the world. John the beloved was man that also was able to see a revelation of the world to come.
If you want to learn the secret unknown to man then learn to hear the voice of his majesty.
TO PROTECT US
When God leads, he protects the led. A man that is guided by the lion will not be afraid of what the hyena can do. No hyena dares the lion no matter how stubborn he is.
One great assurance we get when following the leading of the Lord he guarantees protection.
The Lord shall cause thine enemies that rise up against thee to be smitten before thy face: they shall come out against thee one way, and flee before thee seven ways.
Deut 28:7 KJV
The earth will see and be afraid of you When the children of Israel came out of Egypt Balak saw them, he was so afraid that he called Balaam to come and curse them.
And the children of Israel set forward, and pitched in the plains of Moab on this side Jordan by Jericho.
And Balak the son of Zippor saw all that Israel had done to the Amorites.
And Moab was sore afraid of the people, because they were many: and Moab was distressed because of the children of Israel.
And Moab said unto the elders of Midian, Now shall this company lick up all that are round about us, as the ox licketh up the grass of the field. And Balak the son of Zippor was king of the Moabites at that time.
He sent messengers therefore unto Balaam the son of Beor to Pethor, which is by the river of the land of the children of his people, to call him, saying, Behold, there is a people come out from Egypt: behold, they cover the face of the earth, and they abide over against me:
Come now therefore, I pray thee, curse me this people; for they are too mighty for me: peradventure I shall prevail, that we may smite them, and that I may drive them out of the land: for I wot that he whom thou blessest is blessed, and he whom thou cursest is cursed.
Num 22:1-6 KJV
Hear what the king said he saw the children of Israel come out they were destroying all that was on their path to the promise land. The bible they were sore afraid. He decided to consult Balaam a seer known to have the power of words(anything he says comes to past) Balaam came and saw the children of Israel and God told him not to go because it was impossible to curse someone guided by the voice of his majesty he went on to go and curse them God showed him a sign, his donkey spoke to but due to his greediness he went ahead. When he saw that it was impossible to curse the Israelites hear what he said:
God is not a man, that he should lie; neither the son of man, that he should repent: hath he said, and shall he not do it? or hath he spoken, and shall he not make it good?
Behold, I have received commandment to bless: and he hath blessed; and I cannot reverse it.
He hath not beheld iniquity in Jacob, neither hath he seen perverseness in Israel: the Lord his God is with him, and the shout of a king is among them.
God brought them out of Egypt; he hath as it were the strength of an unicorn.
Surely there is no enchantment against Jacob, neither is there any divination against Israel: according to this time it shall be said of Jacob and of Israel, What hath God wrought!
Behold, the people shall rise up as a great lion, and lift up himself as a young lion: he shall not lie down until he eat of the prey, and drink the blood of the slain.
Num 23:19-24 KJV
It is impossible to destroy those who are lead by the voice of his majesty. Those who hear the voice are said to be in the “secret place” hear what the scripture says about those in the secret place:
He that dwelleth in the secret place of the most High shall abide under the shadow of the Almighty.
I will say of the Lord, He is my refuge and my fortress: my God; in him will I trust.
Surely he shall deliver thee from the snare of the fowler, and from the noisome pestilence.
He shall cover thee with his feathers, and under his wings shalt thou trust: his truth shall be thy shield and buckler.
Thou shalt not be afraid for the terror by night; nor for the arrow that flieth by day;
Nor for the pestilence that walketh in darkness; nor for the destruction that wasteth at noonday.
A thousand shall fall at thy side, and ten thousand at thy right hand; but it shall not come nigh thee.
Only with thine eyes shalt thou behold and see the reward of the wicked.
Because thou hast made the Lord, which is my refuge, even the most High, thy habitation;
There shall no evil befall thee, neither shall any plague come nigh thy dwelling.
For he shall give his angels charge over thee, to keep thee in all thy ways.
They shall bear thee up in their hands, lest thou dash thy foot against a stone.
Thou shalt tread upon the lion and adder: the young lion and the dragon shalt thou trample under feet.
Because he hath set his love upon me, therefore will I deliver him: I will set him on high, because he hath known my name.
He shall call upon me, and I will answer him: I will be with him in trouble; I will deliver him, and honour him.
With long life will I satisfy him, and shew him my salvation.
Ps 91 KJV
I advise you to read these scripture over and over until you internalize it.
When I gave my life too Christ I joined a prayer unit , we were asked to go and pray and seek God’s face concerning his will for us to continue in the unit. As I went to seek his face he gave me a scripture:
Behold, I give unto you power to tread on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy: and nothing shall by any means hurt you.
Luke 10:19 KJV
He promised me that as long as I am in his NOTHING SHALL HURT ME. I thank God there have been times when it was as if I can’t go on he always uses this scripture to move me on.
As long as you are following God’s leading there is nothing that can harm you When Paul stood before the council at Jerusalem the Lord stood by him
And the night following the Lord stood by him, and said, Be of good cheer, Paul: for as thou hast testified of me in Jerusalem, so must thou bear witness also at Rome.
Acts 23:11 KJV
From that point no evil was permitted to happen to him. Forty men conspired with and hunger fast that they will not rest until they killed but they were not successful. He went through a shipwreck but that too was not enough he came to the island of Malta and still the devil sent a viper which he shrug off with ease. All these was possible because he was riding on the wings of his voice.
Friend if you want divine protection then follow the voice of God today,
TO GIVE US PEACE
One major thing you get when you follow the voice of God is that he gives us peace.
he leadeth me beside the still waters.
Ps 23:2b KJV
The still waters he was talking about is the peace of God. When you are in his plan you enjoy the peace of God. The peace of God will always accompany you. If find yourself troubled then look for the peace of the almighty and your life will not be the same again
CHAPTER SIX
ACCESSING THE VOICE OF HIS MAJESTY
And it shall come to pass, if thou shalt hearken diligently unto the voice of the Lord thy God, to observe and to do all his commandments which I command thee this day, that the Lord thy God will set thee on high above all nations of the earth:
Deut 28:1 KJV
From the beginning of the scripture it say if you will “diligently hearken” God’s voice this tells us that hearing God’s voice is hardwork. It takes diligence to hear from God. No wonder people never access this voice let alone follow it. Very few hear it and continue it.
THE FOUNDATION
The foundation of hearing the voice of God is in his written word. Everything he will ever say to man he has said in his written word. If you therefore wish to access this voice then get into the word. Many read the word but with a wrong perspective and attitude so they get nothing from the word. Others never even check the word.
Jesus in the book of Mark talks of four categories of listeners of the word of God.
He explains what each means. Many people only applies this word to sinners but a careful look at the context shows more than that. So let’s examine the details as interpreted by the Master himself.
Hearken; Behold, there went out a sower to sow:
And it came to pass, as he sowed, some fell by the way side, and the fowls of the air came and devoured it up.
And some fell on stony ground, where it had not much earth; and immediately it sprang up, because it had no depth of earth:
But when the sun was up, it was scorched; and because it had no root, it withered away.
And some fell among thorns, and the thorns grew up, and choked it, and it yielded no fruit.
And other fell on good ground, and did yield fruit that sprang up and increased; and brought forth, some thirty, and some sixty, and some an hundred.
And he said unto them, He that hath ears to hear, let him hear.
And when he was alone, they that were about him with the twelve asked of him the parable.
And he said unto them, Unto you it is given to know the mystery of the kingdom of God: but unto them that are without, all these things are done in parables:
That seeing they may see, and not perceive; and hearing they may hear, and not understand; lest at any time they should be converted, and their sins should be forgiven them.
And he said unto them, Know ye not this parable? and how then will ye know all parables?
The sower soweth the word.
And these are they by the way side, where the word is sown; but when they have heard, Satan cometh immediately, and taketh away the word that was sown in their hearts.
And these are they likewise which are sown on stony ground; who, when they have heard the word, immediately receive it with gladness;
And have no root in themselves, and so endure but for a time: afterward, when affliction or persecution ariseth for the word's sake, immediately they are offended.
And these are they which are sown among thorns; such as hear the word,
And the cares of this world, and the deceitfulness of riches, and the lusts of other things entering in, choke the word, and it becometh unfruitful.
And these are they which are sown on good ground; such as hear the word, and receive it, and bring forth fruit, some thirtyfold, some sixty, and some an hundred.
Mark 4:3-20 KJV
THE WAYSIDE HEART
And it came to pass, as he sowed, some fell by the way side, and the fowls of the air came and devoured it up.
Mark 4:4 KJV
And these are they by the way side, where the word is sown; but when they have heard, Satan cometh immediately, and taketh away the word that was sown in their hearts.
Mark 4:15 KJV
This type of heart is the heart of those that are those who are close to the world. Because they are so close to the wayside whatever is going on in the world falls on them the actually hear the word but what they hear on the news, the activities of the world steals the word away from their heart. He actually replaces what they have head with what happens in the society and so they no longer have what God says again. It is what the news that occupies their thinking is. They forget what they have heard.
But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving your own selves.
For if any be a hearer of the word, and not a doer, he is like unto a man beholding his natural face in a glass:
For he beholdeth himself, and goeth his way, and straightway forgetteth what manner of man he was.
James 1:22-24 KJV
STONY HEART
And some fell on stony ground, where it had not much earth; and immediately it sprang up, because it had no depth of earth:
Mark 4:16-17 KJV
And these are they likewise which are sown on stony ground; who, when they have heard the word, immediately receive it with gladness;
And have no root in themselves, and so endure but for a time: afterward, when affliction or persecution ariseth for the word's sake, immediately they are offended.
Mark 4:5 KJV
These Set of people hear the word and most times they are so excited about they hear. They even tell others about what they hear because of excitement. They don’t have time to digest and meditate on the word. But because of the stone(ideas, philosophies and preconceived notions) they loose grip of what they hear and the word dies.
THE WORLDLY HEART
And some fell among thorns, and the thorns grew up, and choked it, and it yielded no fruit.
Mark 4:7 KJV
And these are they which are sown among thorns; such as hear the word,
And the cares of this world, and the deceitfulness of riches, and the lusts of other things entering in, choke the word, and it becometh unfruitful
Mark 4:18-19 KJV
These set of hearers hear the word they mix the word with the opinions of men and the ideologies they read from other books make the word of God of none effect and so they loose all. They also allow search for daily bread, troubles they are passing through and the want to acquire material things becloud the word so the word is choked and it is no more.
THE GOOD GROUND
And other fell on good ground, and did yield fruit that sprang up and increased; and brought forth, some thirty, and some sixty, and some an hundred.
Mark 4:8 KJV
And these are they which are sown on good ground; such as hear the word, and receive it, and bring forth fruit, some thirtyfold, some sixty, and some an hundred.
Mark 4:20 KJV
Those who fall on good ground are those who prepare to receive the word of God and they get the best. I will be talking shortly on what they do.
But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving your own selves.
For if any be a hearer of the word, and not a doer, he is like unto a man beholding his natural face in a glass:
For he beholdeth himself, and goeth his way, and straightway forgetteth what manner of man he was.
But whoso looketh into the perfect law of liberty, and continueth therein, he being not a forgetful hearer, but a doer of the work, this man shall be blessed in his deed.
James 1:22-25 KJV
To get the best of the word of God you need to the following.
Read The Word
Study the word
Meditate on the word
Pray on the word
READ THE WORD
And it shall be with him, and he shall read therein all the days of his life: that he may learn to fear the Lord his God, to keep all the words of this law and these statutes, to do them:
Deut 17:19 KJV
Reading the word is the easiest part of the four steps. As easy as it is many will still never read the word. If you have to hear his then reading the word is not an option but a must. You should have daily, weekly, monthly and yearly bible reading plan. When I came to Christ I made the reading of the word a priority I read the bibl through three times every year! Let the bible be your food. You should say like Job:
Neither have I gone back from the commandment of his lips; I have esteemed the words of his mouth more than my necessary food.
Job 23:12 KJV
You should adopt this principle about reading the word:
No Bible No Breakfast
No Logos No Lunch
No Scripture No Supper
Let this be your principle from today onward! You should read the bible using a bible reading plan. Read with the mind of getting something from the word. The next thing we do is to study the word.
STUDY THE WORD
Study to shew thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.
2 Tim 2:15 KJV
You should also develop the habit of studying the word. You should set aside time to study the word. The study might be in the morning or in the evening. There are different ways to study the bible and there are a lot of different study guide you can get the topical study guide. You can also have what we call the character study guide or also go on the book study. Should deliberately get a good study bible and there a lot of study help just go in to the bookshop and you’ll get one. After studying the word the next thing is to digest the word and to digest you need to meditate.
MEDITATE ON THE WORD
Meditate upon these things; give thyself wholly to them; that thy profiting may appear to all.
1 Tim 4:15 KJV
To profit maximally from the word there is need to meditate. You need to learn how to meditate. When God was talking to Joshua he told him to meditate if he wants to get the best:
This book of the law shall not depart out of thy mouth; but thou shalt meditate therein day and night, that thou mayest observe to do according to all that is written therein: for then thou shalt make thy way prosperous, and then thou shalt have good success.
Josh 1:8 KJV
If you want to profit from the word of God you must learn to meditate. If you want to ride on the wings of God’s glory then meditation is not an option but what you must regularly do.
But his delight is in the law of the Lord; and in his law doth he meditate day and night.
And he shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of water, that bringeth forth his fruit in his season; his leaf also shall not wither; and whatsoever he doeth shall prosper.
Ps 1:2-3 KJV
Meditation is the key to accessing the gems in the scripture. It is chewing the word in order to extract the gems in the in the word. If you develop the habit the meditation you are on the path to greatness. Look at the story of Peter he was in the house of Simon meditating when the lord spoke to and thus the first Gentile disciple were born.
Meditation is an avenue to accessing the voice of his majesty. How then do we meditate? The key to meditation is to get a verse or few verses of the scripture and read over and over again. Then allow the Holy Spirit to speak to you. Meditation turns logos(written word) into Rhema (Spirit breath or revelation). Most revelation are gotten in the place of meditation. If you learn to stay in the place of meditation then God will speak to you constantly.
Dr. Kenneth Hagin talks of reading the book of Mark 11 verse 23 and 24 over and over again until he got a revelation that marked the turning point in his life and launched him into a transgenerational minister. Great men and woman are made in the place of prayer and meditation.
PRAYING OVER THE WORD
After we meditate we need then to commit what we have gotten to God so that he will:
Give grace to practice his word
Give us speed
To fulfill his promise
In order to get the best f the word we need to take it to the lord then we receive our desired result.
METHOD OF GOD’S GUIDANCE
Before talking on the methods it will not speak to you other than what he has said in his word. God guides us through different ways. I will highlight a few ways in which he helps us. You can read Kenneth Haggin’s book on this titled Following God’s plan for your life or Plans purpose and pursuit
THE WORD
The first avenue God speaks is through his word. This comes in when we are reading and studying the word. There are times God will specifically direct us to his word. To warn the instruct and to remind us of his promises. We must soak ourselves in the word like I wrote in the preceding chapter
INWARD WITNESS
One of the ways God speak to us is through what I call inward witness. A man of God calls the signal of the Spirit. It is an impression made on your spirit by the Spirit of God. The witness comes in such a way that it moves us to do or not to do something. It might move us to something or restrict us from doing something. Look at the story of Paul:
Now when they had gone throughout Phrygia and the region of Galatia, and were forbidden of the Holy Ghost to preach the word in Asia,
After they were come to Mysia, they assayed to go into Bithynia: but the Spirit suffered them not.
Acts 16:6-7 KJV
Here we see Paul the Apostle. We were not told that he told by the by The Spirit did not say anything but he was forbidden. God will not always talk to us there are sometimes he will use inward witness to guide the scripture say as many as are led by the Spirit they are the sons of God.
A sister talked of a time when she just suddenly felt bad in her spirit. She knew that something was wrong and then she suddenly started to pray. After some few minutes she received a call that her house was on fire. She ran home and glory to God only the kitchen was affected! She was able to pick from the signal of the Spirit.
A minister who had a missionary that was serving in another country was suddenly led by the Spirit to call him back home. The missionary on receiving the call left by 3pm. When it was 7pm rebels entered the house asking for him. Thank God he obeyed, he would have been dead!
Bishop David Oyedepo said God does not have time talking always that is why he sends his signal. Look at how he led the children of Israel.
And when the cloud was taken up from over the tabernacle, the children of Israel went onward in all their journeys:
But if the cloud were not taken up, then they journeyed not till the day that it was taken up.
For the cloud of the Lord was upon the tabernacle by day, and fire was on it by night, in the sight of all the house of Israel, throughout all their journeys.
Ex 40:36-38 KJV
He led them through his signals.
The signals can either be through strong impressions. Sometimes it might be a knowing other times he shows you what to do. You must be sensitive to discern is leading.
One man of God talked of being in a business suddenly he felt he was not suppose to be there. He left and God saved him from embarrassment that would have ensued as a result of that meeting. God talks to us through the witness of the spirit.
VOICE OF GOD
God, who at sundry times and in divers manners spake in time past unto the fathers by the prophets,
Hath in these last days spoken unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the worlds;
Heb 1:1-2 KJV
God speaks to his people as he did in the times of old he still speaks today. God Spoke to Abraham and it was this voice that led him to the place of his destiny. The same voice was what made David a man so dear to God’s heart. If you want God to make you dear to him an d also carry you on the wings of eagle then learn to hear the voice of his majesty.
God still speaks today and he communicates to his children. The scripture says that God will do nothing but reveals his secret to his servants the prophet. God speaks to your spirit so you must be spiritually sensitive. It is this spiritual sensitivity that will help you hear him when talks to you. However you must learn to differentiate between when he is speaking and when you’re hearing the voice of your own heart.
DREAMS, VISIONS AND TRANCES
God also speaks to his children through dreams, visions and trances. These are usually raw and we see what a God wants to tell us. God spoke a number of times through dreams. He spoke to Joseph through dreams. He also spoke to Paul in a dream. Such dreams are referred to as night vision. You must be very careful and judge your dream using the scripture God will not tell anything outside his word.
PROPHECIES
Prophecies are common in the Old Testament. They are still available today the truth is that you should not hand over your destiny to a prophet. Every prophecy should still be judged in the light of the scriptures. In the recent times prophecy moved in to forth telling. God can give a prophecy to you but check it will always confirm what he has told you before. There is one major test to all the leading to of the voice of his majesty is peace of mind. There will always be a confirmation within. The witness within your spirit man that that this what God wants you to do. Once this is missing know that it is not God speaking to you but your own spirit man. Always wait to confirm.
THE TIME OF GOD’S SPEAKING
God can speak to us at anytime he is omnipotent and can override at anytime. There are some specific times that God speaks to us. These are time when he is likely to speak to us. What we need to understand is that it is prerogative to speak us at his will we can not force him to speak to us. He will when he wants and when he desires. God is like to speak to us during the following time more often. The times includes
Period of Bible Study
Quiet Time
Praise Worship
Time Of Fasting and Praying
PERIOD OF BIBLE STUDY
God will likely speak to us during a period of bible study. Great men of God know this and that is why they don’t play with their time of study of the bible. So if you to hear from God take time to study your bible.
QUIET TIME
Our world is a world of noise no wonder God finds it difficult to speak to many people. We are so busy that we don’t have time to listen we must create time to be alone with God not talking but in quietness of our soul then we will get to hear from the master. It is at this time of quietness that God speaks. Our mind is always talking and it takes effort to silence it. It must not be left to chance, we must silence the mind. This is not an easy task but it must be done if we want to constantly hear from God.
PRAISE WORSHIP
God will speak to us also during the period of praise worship. There was a time when King Jehoshaphat had problem all he had to do was gather those that will sing and as he did God appeared and spoke to him he gave him a direction that brought victory to his life.
And Jehoshaphat bowed his head with his face to the ground: and all Judah and the inhabitants of Jerusalem fell before the Lord, worshipping the Lord.
And the Levites, of the children of the Kohathites, and of the children of the Korhites, stood up to praise the Lord God of Israel with a loud voice on high.
And they rose early in the morning, and went forth into the wilderness of Tekoa: and as they went forth, Jehoshaphat stood and said, Hear me, O Judah, and ye inhabitants of Jerusalem; Believe in the Lord your God, so shall ye be established; believe his prophets, so shall ye prosper.
And when he had consulted with the people, he appointed singers unto the Lord, and that should praise the beauty of holiness, as they went out before the army, and to say, Praise the Lord; for his mercy endureth for ever.
And when they began to sing and to praise, the Lord set ambushments against the children of Ammon, Moab, and mount Seir, which were come against Judah; and they were smitten.
For the children of Ammon and Moab stood up against the inhabitants of mount Seir, utterly to slay and destroy them: and when they had made an end of the inhabitants of Seir, every one helped to destroy another.
And when Judah came toward the watch tower in the wilderness, they looked unto the multitude, and, behold, they were dead bodies fallen to the earth, and none escaped.
2 Chron 20:18-24 KJV
If you want victory or come to a cross road then you must learn to praise God.
FASTING AND PRAYER
Then I proclaimed a fast there, at the river of Ahava, that we might afflict ourselves before our God, to seek of him a right way for us, and for our little ones, and for all our substance.
For I was ashamed to require of the king a band of soldiers and horsemen to help us against the enemy in the way: because we had spoken unto the king, saying, The hand of our God is upon all them for good that seek him; but his power and his wrath is against all them that forsake him.
So we fasted and besought our God for this: and he was intreated of us.
Ezra 8:21-23 KJV
Fasting is very powerful when it comes to a time we need to hear from God. Ezra needed direction on his way o rebuilding the wall of Jerusalem he decided to fast and pray. If you need direction in life then you have to fast and pray, Jehoshaphat also fasted and prayed when he looking for direction
And Jehoshaphat feared, and set himself to seek the Lord, and proclaimed a fast throughout all Judah
Chron 20:3KJV
You can combine all these when you want to hear from God and he will give you a direction and like I said earlier in the book he will take you t the top.
AVOID FLEECING
The story of Gideon portrays this so well in the scripture. God originally told him to go and defeat the Midianites but he was so afraid he decided to fleece. Let’s look at it in the scripture below:
And Gideon said unto God, If thou wilt save Israel by mine hand, as thou hast said,
Behold, I will put a fleece of wool in the floor; and if the dew be on the fleece only, and it be dry upon all the earth beside, then shall I know that thou wilt save Israel by mine hand, as thou hast said.
And it was so: for he rose up early on the morrow, and thrust the fleece together, and wringed the dew out of the fleece, a bowl full of water.
And Gideon said unto God, Let not thine anger be hot against me, and I will speak but this once: let me prove, I pray thee, but this once with the fleece; let it now be dry only upon the fleece, and upon all the ground let there be dew.
And God did so that night: for it was dry upon the fleece only, and there was dew on all the ground.
Judge 6:36-40 KJV
This was the only mention of the use of fleece in the scripture. It will be very important to warn that this method of leading is not acceptable in our dispensation. Many people will say if God wills let this and this and that happens. Most times when they are doing this they always have a witness that what they are about doing is not God’s will for them. This method of hearing from God is not the best way to go. So try and hear from God using the above means and you’ll save yourself from a lot of trouble
CHAPTER SEVEN
APPLYING THE VOICE OF IS MAJESTY
It does not stop in the hearing the voice of his majesty it is in the practicability of the voice that really matters. Hearing the voice of God is one thing doing it is another thing entirely different thing.
When God called Abraham he was about Seventy-five years old. It took almost twenty-five years before the reality of the promise came to be. Another person was Isaac it took over forty years before he got his first child. What about Jacob. David was anointed to be king when he was sixteen years old but he had to wander in the wilderness for about thirteen years before he finally became King. It took real wandering and suffering before it finally came to pass. What do we learn from this? This tells us that the voice of God will not always be cheap but it will be worth it. Let us now look at what we need when applying the voice of his majesty.
Obedience
Patience
OBEDIENCE
After accessing the voice of his majesty the first thing you need to do is to obey. God will not talk to a disobedient child. If we remember where we started from let us look at it again.
And it shall come to pass, if thou shalt hearken diligently unto the voice of the Lord thy God, to observe and to do all his commandments which I command thee this day, that the Lord thy God will set thee on high above all nations of the earth:
Deut 28 : 1
God is interested in guiding us but this will be if only we obey his voice. He will not speak to us beyond the level of our last obedience.
If we look at the life of Abraham, we see that it was a pattern of obedience to divine injunction. He was in his house on day and God called him and like a sheep he followed. Without questioning he went on like a fool. If you want to go to the top then you need also to learn to do like this great patriarch of faith did. We must be willing to sheepishly follow what God is telling us to do. Another time after he had waited for over twenty five and finally got a child God told him to go and sacrifice the child. He knew Sarah will not accept so he decided not to tell her the full detail. Let us look at the scripture.
And it came to pass after these things, that God did tempt Abraham, and said unto him, Abraham: and he said, Behold, here I am.
And he said, Take now thy son, thine only son Isaac, whom thou lovest, and get thee into the land of Moriah; and offer him there for a burnt offering upon one of the mountains which I will tell thee of.
And Abraham rose up early in the morning, and saddled his ass, and took two of his young men with him, and Isaac his son, and clave the wood for the burnt offering, and rose up, and went unto the place of which God had told him.
Then on the third day Abraham lifted up his eyes, and saw the place afar off.
And Abraham said unto his young men, Abide ye here with the ass; and I and the lad will go yonder and worship, and come again to you,
And Abraham took the wood of the burnt offering, and laid it upon Isaac his son; and he took the fire in his hand, and a knife; and they went both of them together.
And Isaac spake unto Abraham his father, and said, My father: and he said, Here am I, my son. And he said, Behold the fire and the wood: but where is the lamb for a burnt offering?
And Abraham said, My son, God will provide himself a lamb for a burnt offering: so they went both of them together.
And they came to the place which God had told him of; and Abraham built an altar there, and laid the wood in order, and bound Isaac his son, and laid him on the altar upon the wood.
And Abraham stretched forth his hand, and took the knife to slay his son.
And the angel of the Lord called unto him out of heaven, and said, Abraham, Abraham: and he said, Here am I.
And he said, Lay not thine hand upon the lad, neither do thou any thing unto him: for now I know that thou fearest God, seeing thou hast not withheld thy son, thine only son from me.
And Abraham lifted up his eyes, and looked, and behold behind him a ram caught in a thicket by his horns: and Abraham went and took the ram, and offered him up for a burnt offering in the stead of his son.
And Abraham called the name of that place Jehovah-jireh: as it is said to this day, In the mount of the Lord it shall be seen.
And the angel of the Lord called unto Abraham out of heaven the second time,
And said, By myself have I sworn, saith the Lord, for because thou hast done this thing, and hast not withheld thy son, thine only son:
That in blessing I will bless thee, and in multiplying I will multiply thy seed as the stars of the heaven, and as the sand which is upon the sea shore; and thy seed shall possess the gate of his enemies;
Gen 22:1-17 KJV
God knew he will obey. If you will enjoy the leading of the Lord then you must the habit of prompt obedience because delayed obedience is disobedience.
Like I said earlier in the book, Moses was another person that was faithful
Moses was faithful in all his house.
Heb 3:2 KJV
And Moses verily was faithful in all his house, as a servant, for a testimony of those things which were to be spoken after;
Heb 3:5 KJV
This is the reason why he became one of the greatest prophet that ever lived in the land of Israel. The when God speaks to you there is on thing he wants-Just Obey
PATIENCE
Take, my brethren, the prophets, who have spoken in the name of the Lord, for an example of suffering affliction, and of patience.
Behold, we count them happy which endure. Ye have heard of the patience of Job, and have seen the end of the Lord; that the Lord is very pitiful, and of tender mercy.
James 5:10-11 KJV
Patience is the key that unlocks any destiny. If you want a destiny of high flying then you have to imbibe patience. Most people feel that once God spoke then everything will just work the way they want. This is not the truth look at the life of Abraham. He was a man who heard clearly from God yet he had to wait for twenty-five years to get his promised child. Look at the story of David, he had to also wait before he got to the throne. What do we say of Joseph the dreamer it took about thirteen years also for him to get to the place of his destiny.
The bible makes us to understand that that there is no door the key of faith and patience cannot open. If you have faith and will patience to it then there is nothing that God has promised you that you cannot get.
IT WILL NOT BE EASY ALL THE WAY
God’s leading does not come cheap it takes time. Look at all those who really on top in their field they are those who followed the voice of his majesty. It will take some years of mistake but it is still the best way to go.
One major quality you should have is the ability go back and correct yourself once you discover you are wrong. Just go back and begin again. Don’t try to patch it up. Everyone is prone to mistake and we will make mistake most of the time but what will help us is the ability to go back and correct the errors they have made.
