17 And it came to pass on a certain day, as He was teaching, that there were Pharisees and doctors of the law sitting by, which were come out of every town of Galilee, and Judea, and Jerusalem; and the power of the Lord was present to heal them.
1 John 2 v 20 But ye have an unction from the Holy One, and ye know all things.
1 John 2 v 27 But the anointing which ye have received of him abideth in you, and ye need not that any man teach you; but as the same anointing teacheth you all things, and is truth, and is no lie, and even as it hath taught you, ye shall abide in him.
The anointing is the supernatural equipment to get the job done. When God calls you, He will anoint you. If you are a Pastor, you will have a pastoral anointing on you; and if you are an Evangelist He will place an evangelistic anointing on you.
The anointing is the presence and power of God made manifest. If the presence of God is in the place, then something will happen. Signs, wonders and miracles take place when God shows up. People will get saved, and filled with the Holy Spirit; lives are changed when God’s anointing begins to fall.
The anointing destroys bondage and frees us.
Isaiah 10 v 27 And it shall come to pass in that day, that his burden shall be taken away from off thy shoulder, and his yoke from off thy neck, and the yoke shall be destroyed because of the anointing.
If your Bible says, “broken,” then you need to write in “destroyed.” That is exactly what the anointing does. For example, if you took a glass and broke it, you could still put it together again. However, if you took that same glass and destroyed it with a hammer, and crushed it into fine pieces; you could not put it together again. That is what the anointing of God does—it completely destroys the yoke of bondage and sets the captive free.
The anointing is like the wind: you cannot see the anointing unless God opens your eyes to see into the realm of the Spirit. You cannot see the wind, but you can see the results of the wind blowing through the trees. You can see the results of the anointing as people are getting set free by the power of God.
Don’t tell me that the power of God is present and nothing happens. People will get saved; rededicate their life to God; and have a greater love for God, Jesus, the Holy Spirit, and the Word. They will get healed in their bodies, and financial needs will also be met when God’s anointing is in the house.
The anointing is tangible. You can feel the anointing of God like you feel electricity. If you stick your finger in an electric socket (I do not recommend you do this), you will feel a surge of power flowing through you. It could change your life forever—however, it’s not really the change you are looking for. The anointing of God is much the same. When you get plugged into the Holy Ghost anointing socket, your life will never be the same.
Mark 5 v 30 And Jesus, immediately knowing in Himself that virtue had gone out of Him, turned Him about in the press, and said, who touched my clothes?
There are different ways you might feel the anointing. You might feel the anointing as heat or fire running through your body. You might feel like hot oil is being poured onto you. You might feel like electricity is flowing through your hands and up your arms into the rest of your body. These are just some of the ways that you may feel God’s anointing. But remember this: we are not looking for a feeling; we are walking by faith.
Versus Hype or Excitement
The anointing is not necessarily jumping or screaming. Some people think the more the preacher jumps and screams, the more anointing there is. Well, in some cases, there is an anointing, and there is no problem with jumping up and down and getting excited in the presence of the Lord. However, there are times when the anointing is so strong that everyone will be sitting in their seats in reverence and awe of how great God is. Most people, when they get hyped up, cannot tell you what the preacher said. it is just an emotion that is only present for a little while, and then it is gone.
Zechariah 4 v 6 ...Not by might, nor by power, but by my Spirit, saith the LORD of hosts.
It is not by our own ability, but by the anointing of God and His presence. Don’t try to make things happen. Let God do whatever He wants to, whenever He wants to, however He wants to.
Luke 10 v 19 Behold, I give unto you power to tread on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy; and nothing shall by any means hurt you.
Some people are afraid that the Holy Spirit may not show up, and so they have their own plan or format, just in case. Most times, they will go with that, because it is the most commonsense thing to do. We need to learn to flow with and rely on the Holy Spirit at all times.
Philippians 4 v 13 The Apostle Paul said, “I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me.” He went on to say in the Amplified translation, “[I am ready for anything and equal to anything through Him who infuses inner strength into me; I am self-sufficient in Christ’s sufficiency].”
Rely on the Holy Spirit, the Spirit of the living God, and He will direct and make straight and plain your path.
1 John 4 v 4 ...Greater is He that is in you than he that is in the world.
Romans 8 v 11 But if the same Spirit that raised up Jesus Christ from the dead dwells in you...
The Anointing as a Covering
The anointing is like a cloak or a mantle; without it we are naked.
Let’s read Genesis 2 from verse 18-25.
18 And the Lord God said, It is not good that the man should be alone; I will make him a helpmeet for him.
19 And out of the ground the Lord God formed every beast of the field, and every fowl of the air; and brought them unto Adam to see what he could call them; and whatsoever Adam called every living creature, that was the name thereof.
20 And Adam gave names to all cattle, and to the fowl of the air, and to every beast of the field; but for Adam there was not found a help meet for him.
21 And the Lord God caused a deep sleep to fall upon Adam, and he slept; and he took one of his ribs, and closed up the flesh instead thereof;
22 And the rib, which the Lord God had taken from man, made he a woman, and brought her unto the man.
23 And Adam said, This is now bone of my bones, and flesh of my flesh; she shall be called Woman, because she was taken out of Man.
24 Therefore shall a man leave his father and his mother, and shall cleave unto his wife; and they shall be one flesh.
25 And they were both naked, the man and his wife, and were not ashamed.
Then in Chapter 3 of Genesis, verses 1-7, the Word says:
1 Now the serpent was more subtle than any beast of the field which the Lord had made. And he said unto the woman, Yea, hath God said, Ye shall not eat of every tree of the garden?
2 And the woman said unto the serpent, We may eat of the fruit of the trees of the garden;
3 But of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God hath said, Ye shall not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die.
4 And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not surely die;
5 For God doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil.
6 And when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree to be desired to make one wise, she took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, and gave also unto her husband with her; and he did eat.
7 And the eyes of them both were opened, and they knew that they were naked; and they sewed fig leaves together, and made themselves aprons.
Notice in verse 25 of Chapter 2, “...they were both naked and were not embarrassed or ashamed.”
Now Chapter 3 Verse 7 says, “Then the eyes of them both were opened, and they knew they were naked; and they sewed fig leaves together, and made themselves aprons.”
I believe they were clothed before they disobeyed God and sinned. They were clothed in the anointing or glory of God. They had, because of sin, stepped out of the anointing of God or the covering, cloak, or mantle that God had placed upon their lives. Many people today try to flow outside of the anointing of God; not even knowing that sin without repentance will hinder the anointing or stop the anointing from flowing. Make sure this has not happened to you—where you are running around with spiritual fig leaves and not covered with God’s anointing.
God’s Ability Upon Man
John 5 v 19 Then answered Jesus and said unto them, Verily, verily 1 say unto you, the Son can do nothing of Himself, but what he seeth the Father do: for what things soever He doeth, these also doeth the Son likewise.
John 6 v 38 For 1 came down from Heaven, not to do Mine own will, but the will of Him that sent Me.
Acts 10 v 38 How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power; who went about doing good, and healing all that were oppressed of the devil; for God was with Him.
If Jesus needed to be anointed by God, how much more do we need the anointing? When Jesus was baptized in water, the heavens opened up (Matthew 3 v 16 & 17) and the Holy Spirit descended like a dove, and the voice of God said, “This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.” Jesus was anointed by God to do that which God had sent Him to do. So we, too, need the anointing of God in and upon our lives to be effective for God.
The Anointing Is:
 
	A divine enablement of God’s ability that has been imparted into the lives of the
	believer to do His work.
	A precious and essential element that allows the believer to do things outside of their natural ability.
	A tangible measure of God’s ability that can flow through the life of believers so as
	to see God-given results.
	A supernatural manifestation of the Holy Spirit that can affect everything and everyone it comes in contact with.

So we see that the anointing is available to all who would be used of God that they might carry out His work, do His will, and demonstrate His power.
Philippians 4:13.. .the Apostle Paul said, “I can do all things through Christ who strengthens me. ”
Another translation says: “I can do all things through Christ who gives to me of His ability.'''’
Yet another translation says: “I can do all things through Christ who infuses His inner strength into me. ”
Or, the one I like, “I am self-sufficient through Christ’s sufficiency”... “I can do all things through Christ.”
Get full of God and you will be full of His sufficiency, which is the anointing of the Holy Spirit. You will then carry the presence of God wherever you go. 1 John 2:27
NOTE.. .Every one of us who are born again and Spirit-filled have the anointing to a lesser or greater degree. The greater the anointing is dependent on the amount of time spent in the presence of God, in fasting and prayer, and in the Word. (Matthew 17:14-21).

What the Anointing Does
The anointing makes the Word of God powerful.
The anointing convicts people of their sinful state.
The anointing causes the fire of God to bum in one’s heart.
The anointing brings us into a closer relationship with God.
The anointing reveals the mind of God, and thus gives divine guidance to us.
Hours spent in the presence of God in the secret place, time spent in intercession, travailing and shedding of tears until you feel the Holy Spirit clean you out, is what will saturate you and lead you in the way that God has ordained for your life.
God Anoints What He Uses
Numbers 22:22 reads, “And God’s anger was kindled because he went, and the angel of the Lord stood in the way for an adversary against him. Now he was riding upon his donkey, and his two servants were with him.”
Here we have the story of Balaam. We learn that God anoints what He uses. We see what happens to a disobedient prophet.
God’s anger was kindled. God had instructed him and he disobeyed. He was riding along and the donkey saw the angel of the Lord standing in the way. He also saw the sword in his hand. The donkey turned aside and went into the field and Balaam struck her.
The angel of the Lord stood in the way of the vineyard with a wall on each side. When the donkey saw the angel of the Lord he thrust himself into the wall and crushed Balaam’s foot against the wall. And Balaam struck the donkey again.
The angel of the Lord went further and stood in a narrow place and there was no way to turn neither to the right nor to the left. When the donkey saw the angel of the Lord she fell under Balaam and Balaam’s anger was kindled. And he smote the donkey again.
This is a very smart donkey. The first time she saw the angel of the Lord she ran into a field. The second time she ran into a wall. The third time, when there was no place to go, she just fell to the ground. And, we see Brother Balaam strike the donkey the third time.
About this time, the Lord opened the mouth of the donkey. What God anoints, God uses. The donkey says, “Balaam, I think it’s time we had a little talk. l’ve been a good donkey all my life. I’ve been carrying you around for years. I never complained when I had to walk up a hill or it was a hot day. I never complained when you had a sip of water, and I had nothing to drink. l’ve been so faithful to you and now you are beating me.”
Balaam answers the donkey and says, “Because you have mocked me. If I had a sword in my hand I would kill you.”
The poor donkey replies: “Am 1 not your donkey on which you have ridden all your life to this day? Have I ever been accustomed to do so to you?” And he said, “No.”
What God anoints, He speaks through. What a shame the prophet had not prepared his heart for obedience and the anointing, and God had to anoint a donkey to get through to him.
God Anoints a Shadow
In the book of Acts 5:15 it says: ‘"By the hands of the Apostle were many signs and wonders wrought among the people...And all the more believers in the Lord, multitudes of men and women, were constantly added to their number; to such an extent that they even carried the sick out into the streets, and laid them on cots and pallets, so that when Peter came by, at least his shadow might fall o any one of them. And also the people from the cities in the vicinity of Jerusalem were coming together bringing people who were sick or afflicted with unclean spirits; and they were all being healed.” God anointed Peter’s shadow.
God anointed cloths and aprons in the days of Brother Paul.
Whatever God uses, God anoints.
God will cause a supernatural anointing to flow on whatever He uses. God’s supreme purpose is to anoint His church, and we are the church of the Lord Jesus Christ. God wants the anointing to come upon His people so we can be infused with power from on high and also impart this anointing to other people.
He desires for it to flow in us and then out of us so men and women can be delivered, all for the glory of Almighty God. God wants you to be His anointed.
Should You be Anointed?
Ecclesiastes 9:8: “Let the garment be always white, and let the head lack no ointment. ”
Let your garment.. .that is your robe of righteousness.. .always be white, and your head lack no ointment, which is the anointing.
We have been clothed with a white garment, which is our robe of righteousness. Have you ever had your garment contaminated? We know we must be washed in the Blood of the Lamb. There is one washing, but many cleansings. So, you must be cleansed by the blood of the Lord Jesus Christ.
It goes on to say: “Let your head lack no ointment.” Christians should, at all times and in every situation, carry the anointing upon their heads. Just as we should keep our robes white and free from sin, we should never lack the anointing.
Carelessness Brings Lack
Ecclesiastes 10:18: “By much slothfulness the building decays, and through idleness of the hands the house leaks. ”
You know if you don’t take care of your house it falls apart. If you take care of it and paint it then it will stand the weather. The Bible teaches us that if we don’t take care of our natural house there will be decay—the roof will fall in. And the house will fall apart.
You are the temple of the living God. We are the temple of the living God. WE are God’s house made with God’s hands. If we do not look after this house, which belongs to Jesus Christ, it will decay. We will go back to the way we were. We will backslide. We will go back and live the life we used to live. Instead of going forward and being preserved, we will make a regression. We will go backward instead of forward when we don’t look after our spiritual house.
Slothfulness is a blessing-blocker. It will rob us of the blessing of God that He wants to pour out on us!
The Flesh Can Ruin Your Anointing
Ecclesiastes 10:1 says: “Dead flies cause the ointment of the perfumer to send for an evil odor, so a little foolishness is weightier than wisdom and honor
Anything in your life that is dead and not alive will ruin your anointing. If the enemy of your soul is allowed to contaminate the anointing that God put on your life, it will ruin the anointing and God will not be able to move in your life like He wishes to move.
The anointing of God is a beautiful fragrance. However, the Bible says to be carnally minded is death. If you want to carry the anointing, and still live a carnal, fleshly life it will ruin your anointing. It will make it stink. That is why we are told to walk worthy of our calling.
I know of many ministers and Christians who have received an anointing and had their usefulness to God and their effectiveness ruined because of their fleshly, carnal lives. So, determine in your heart to keep the flies out of the anointing.
The Purpose of the Anointing
The anointing is a manifestation of God’s divine power which allows results both natural and supernatural to take place.


The anointing is the divine enablement of the Holy Spirit that backs up God’s power to a lesser or greater degree.


The Holy Spirit is the source of the flow of power, and is measured by the degree of obedience and dedication of the believer.


The anointing does not just move on anyone, but those who are willing to pay the price that God requires.


The anointing is likened to a river...and the Word says...”Out of your belly (heart) will flow rivers of living water.” John 7:38b.


The anointing (river) can only flow if the heart is unclogged of all blockages and hindrances, including the repentance of all sins, etc., that weaken (clog) the flow.


The purer the heart is, the greater will be the flow and demonstration of the anointing, and also the results.
The Purpose of the Anointing Continued
To preach the Gospel with power. Luke 4:18.
“The Spirit of the Lord is upon Me, because He hath anointed Me to preach the Gospel to the poor; He hath sent Me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised.”
To abide in you and to teach you. 1 John 2:27
“But the anointing which ye have received of Him abideth in you, and ye need not that any man teach you: but as the same anointing teacheth you of all things, and is truth, and is no lie, and even as it hath taught you, ye shall abide in Him.”
To cause power to work in us.

“Now unto Him that is able to exceedingly abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that worketh in us.”
To cause one to be empowered. Philippians 4:13

The anointing brings about great gladness. Hebrews 1:9.
Ail that Jesus and others did through the anointing, we are able to do.
Times may have changed, but the days of signs, wonders, and miracles remain...because He (Jesus) is always the same.
Hebrews 13:8 says, “Jesus Christ the same yesterday, and today, and forever.”
As you please God, through the righteous lifestyle that you portray, you will see the greatness of His power revealed and demonstrated on your behalf...as recorded to all in the book.
“But without faith it is impossible to please Him: for He that cometh to God must believe that He is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek Him.” Hebrews 11:6.
The Anointing Makes the Difference
What was so different about the ministry of Jesus?
What was the secret of His great power and results?
What was the reason that He was able to change lives?
What was so intriguing about Him? What was it that drew crowds to Himself, even in the wilderness (desert)?
It was the anointing on His life that made the difference and produced the results that caused lives to be touched and changed.
When He spoke, His words pierced down to the very bone and marrow.
He was gentle yet forceful. He was humble yet authoritative. He was simple yet dynamic.
In fact, it was said of Him... “Never a man spake like this man.” John 7:46.
What was it that made His ministry so different?
Let me repeat....it was the anointing that was on His life...that made the difference....and caused the crowds to follow after Him.
Every miracle that ever took place in His ministry took place because the anointing was present.
When the Holy Spirit came on Him, lives were never the same. Towns and cities were never the same...because the anointing that was on Him...made the difference.
The deaf heard, the dumb spoke, the blind saw, the cripples leapt for joy. The lepers received cleansing and in some instances were made whole. Those that were demon possessed were set totally free; and those who were taken with divers diseases were delivered.. .and on some occasions even the dead were raised.
What an outstanding ministry.
What outstanding supernatural results.
What a transfer of totally divine power.
What transformation of lives thought to be ruined.

A Formula or a Relationship?
Many people try to imitate others in the ministry. What are your motives for doing what you are doing? 1s it because someone else is doing it?
Are you wanting to have a healing service for a bigger crowd, or because God told you to?
Smith Wigglesworth was up at 4:00 AM to have communion and pray. God used him in a wonderful way. He had a powerful anointing on his life. People read his life story and think that if they do the same thing, the anointing will be on them just as strong. They get up at 4:00 AM and have communion, and then they fall asleep. They are trying to find a formula. If it was a formula that we needed, then we could turn God on and off anytime we wanted.
Acts 4 v 13 says, now when they saw the boldness of Peter and John, and perceived that they were unlearned and ignorant men, they marveled; and took knowledge of them, that they had been with Jesus.
Can people see that you have been with Jesus?
This is not a formula that we have, but a relationship.
Don’t try to imitate what other people do, or what others say. The best thing to do is to have a relationship with God, Jesus and the precious Holy Spirit. Let them lead you and guide you to do what they want to be done.
A Language or a Person?
Luke 24 v 19 And, behold, I send the promise of My Father upon you: but tarry ye in the city of Jerusalem, until ye be endued with power from on high.
Acts 2 v 1 - 4 And when the day of Pentecost was fully come, they were all with one accord in one place.
2 And suddenly there came a sound from Heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting.
3 And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon each of them.
4 And they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance.
The disciples did not know what to expect. If the Holy Spirit came and knocked on the door, they would have answered it and invited Him in for something to eat.
Notice in verse 4 of Acts 2 the Bible says that “they were first filled with the Holy Spirit” and then they began to speak in other tongues. We have gotten, it seems, over the past few years, people speaking in other tongues, and have not gotten them filled with the Holy Spirit.
The early church had substance, but the latter church has been operating on formula.
We need to have an encounter with God like Saul on the road to Damascus, or Moses with the burning bush. It is one thing to read the Bible, but something totally different when you know the Author.
What is Prayer?
Prayer is two-way communication; not just give me, give me, give me. For example, if you and 1 had a conversation with one another, I would say something and then give you the opportunity to respond back do me. If I spoke and did not give you the opportunity to respond, then it would be one-sided, and there would be no communication. This is how people want to talk to God, and then wonder why He never talks back. It’s because we do not give Him the chance for fellowship.
1 Thessalonians 5 v 17 says, “Pray without ceasing."
This is a lifestyle, or a way of life, for the Born-again child of God.
The Bible says, in Jude v 20, “But ye, beloved, building up yourself on your most holy faith, praying in the Holy Ghost.
We build ourselves up when we pray in the Spirit. Speaking in other tongues is very important. Try this right now; pray in the Spirit for the next five minutes, and see how God touches you on the inside. Even when you are down or feeling low, pray in the Spirit. Build yourself up.
Ears for Hearing
John 10 v 5 and 27
5 And the stranger will they not follow, but will flee from him: for they know not the voice of strangers.
27 My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me:
People spend time in the presence of the Lord, but don’t give God the chance to get a word in edge-wise. If we are not letting the Lord speak to us, how will we ever learn the voice of the Lord and the flow of the Spirit that He wants us to take?
Romans 8 v 14 For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God.
We need to be lead by the Spirit of the Lord, and that comes from spending time with Him.
Spiritual Warfare
There are so many different things that people have brought into the church, saying that God has ordained them. Many of them are of a fleshly manner, and don’t amount to anything but a distraction to others that would want to worship the Lord. I am not one for doing anything in the flesh in the meetings and trying to make anything happen. God needs to be able to do anything He wants to do, without us getting in the way with our own ideas and plans.
Many people are so into fighting the devil and pulling down strongholds of demonic origin that they get sidetracked and spend more time fighting the devil and less time worshiping God. The Bible says in 1 John 4 v 4, “Greater is He that is in me than he that is in the world.” I want to worship the greater one on the inside of me more than spend time fighting the devil.
The Bible says that Jesus defeated him and won the battle for us already. So, I would rather spend time in the presence of God, lifting up the name of Jesus, than fighting the devil.
2 Corinthians 10 v 4 For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal, but mighty through God to the pulling down of strongholds; ...
People say, “Well, what about the stronghold that 2 Corinthians 10 v 4 talks about?” Well, we need to always read more than just one scripture in order to get it in context. I will agree with you that there are strongholds that we do have to pull down, but let’s read on and see where those strongholds are.
2 Corinthians 10 v 5 Casting down vain imaginations, and every high thing that exalteth itself against the knowledge of God, and bringing into captivity every thought to the obedience of Christ;
Verse 5 talks about “imaginations” and “bringing into captivity every thought.” Let me ask you this question: “Where are your thoughts?” The Word does not say anything in this passage about pulling devils out of the heavens, or even taking them into captivity. Where are your thoughts? Are they not in your mind? What is the very first thing that rises up when you get into the presence of God and the anointing is falling? You begin to worry about what others might think. Your mind begins to take control to such a point that you do not enter into what God is doing in the meeting, because you are more concerned about what you might look like, and what others might think about you.
Don’t’ let your mind dictate to you how you will receive from God. There is no account where Jesus or the disciples did any spiritual warfare.
Following Jesus
Read Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John, and see the life and ministry of Jesus and how He conducted Himself; and, use Him as your example.
John 14 v 12 Verily, verily I say unto you, he that believeth on Me, the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go unto My Father.
Let’s keep our eyes on Jesus, and begin to see the works that He did, and also the greater works that He spoke about.

Chapter 3, How to Maintain the Anointing
The Importance of Rest
Can a Christian be anointed by God and still enjoy life?
The answer is yes.
Rest and recreation is very important; even Jesus took the disciples aside and told them to rest.
Mark 6 v 31 says, “And He said unto them, Come ye yourselves apart into a desert place, and rest a while: for there were many coming and going, and they had no leisure so much as to eat.”
A mind and body that’s tired is not a yielded vessel where God’s anointing can flow through.
Times of Refreshing
In the Book of Acts, Chapter 3, the last part of verse 19 says, “When the times of refreshing shall come from the presence of the Lord.” These are times of refreshing, as God set us free from bondage that held us back in the past.
God sends times of refreshing upon us so that we can be set free and filled up with His glory and presence. These times of refreshing help us through those rough times.
Many people have a giant in their life, and they need to face it. Some people’s giants might be their husband, wife, children, work, boss, mother-in-law, or even a sickness that they need to face. Don’t allow circumstances of this life to pull you down. You need to have patience, which is one of the fruits of the Spirit. This means being constantly the same way, all of the time.
Don’t be like a yo-yo Christian: up one day and down the next.
Hebrews 13 v 8, the last part of the verse, says, “Jesus Christ the same yesterday, and today and forever.”
We need to become more like Jesus. We need to become more consistent in the way we live and in what we do, and in the way we trust in Jesus and the Word.
Everyone Faces a Giant
Smith Wigglesworth suffered for 6 years with kidney stones. He would run off the platform and roll on the floor of the bathroom in pain as he passed a kidney stone. He passed 156 kidney stones in six years; yet he still saw the power and anointing of God flow through him into others, and they were healed and set free.
He lived in great pain, but the anointing still flowed. You need to make the decision every day, no matter what your circumstances, “I will walk in the anointing today.”
This is the day which the Lord hath made: We will rejoice and be glad in it. Psalm 118:24.
Taking Control Over Your Circumstances
Take control over circumstances that would pull you down. I am talking about everyday circumstances. Get yourself into a place where you can stay anointed, live anointed, and even conduct business affairs with the anointing.
The Importance of Repentance
1 John 1 v 9 If we confess our sins, he is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.
We must be quick to repent. 1 John 1 v 9 covers all types of sin. The sin that you know and the sin that you do not. You need to be quick to ask God for forgiveness for both.
In many people’s lives pride will hold them back from receiving what God has for them. Somebody might have wronged you, and because of pride you will walk in bitterness towards other people or even God. This will stop the flow of the anointing through your life.
Always be quick to repent, getting yourself back into the place where God wants you to be.

Chapter 4, How to Transfer the Anointing
Foundation Scripture: Mark 5 v 25 - 34
25 And a certain woman, which had an issue of blood twelve years,
26 And had suffered many things of many physicians, and had spent all that she had, and was nothing bettered, but rather grew worse.
27 When she had heard of Jesus, came in the press behind, and touched his garment.
28 For she said, If I may touch but His clothes, I shall be whole.
29 And straightway the fountain of her blood was dried up; and she felt in her body that she was healed of that plague.
30 And Jesus, immediately knowing in Himself that virtue had gone out of Him, turned Him about in the press, and said, Who touched My clothes?
31 And His disciples said unto Him, Thou seest the multitude thronging thee, and sayest thou, Who touched Me?
32 And He looked round about to see her that had done this thing.
33 But the woman fearing and trembling, knowing what was done in her, came and fell down before Him, and told Him all the truth.
34 And He said unto her, Daughter, thy faith hath made thee whole; go in peace, and be whole of thy plague.
The Touch of Faith
Let’s paint a picture. Here is a woman who has an issue of blood. She has done everything she could do and has grown desperate for a healing. Back during this time, when someone had an issue of blood, they were not allowed to be in public place. So, you must understand the amazing hunger and desperation she had.
Her heart was set on something, and that was to touch Jesus. The Bible says in verse 28, “For she said, If I may touch but His clothes, I shall be whole.”
Notice the difference in the touch: in verse 31, the disciples said to Jesus, “Thou seest the multitude thronging thee, and sayest thou, Who touched Me?” For the disciples to have said this, there must have been other people that day touching Jesus; there was a difference in her touch.
She placed a demand on the anointing when she touched Jesus, and she was made whole.
Let’s paint a picture from Jesus’ point of view. Jesus was ready at any time to release the anointing. When the woman with the issue of blood touched the hem of the garment of Jesus the anointing that God had placed on Jesus was released into her, the moment she touched Him.
Isaiah 10 v 27 And it shall come to pass in that day, that his burden shall be taken away from off thy shoulders and his yoke from off thy neck, and the yoke shall be destroyed because of the anointing. Notice, the anointing destroys the yoke of bondage. That is what happened in this case.
The anointing is transferable. In verse 30 of Mark chapter 5, it says, “And Jesus, immediately knowing in Himself that virtue had gone out of Him, ...”
Jesus felt virtue or anointing leave Him. This tells us that the anointing is transferable, and you can even feel when the anointing of God flows through you.
In verse 34 of Mark chapter 5, Jesus said to her, “Daughter, thy faith hath made thee whole.” Notice the words “hath made thee whole.” This means when Jesus spoke to her, she was already healed. The moment she touched Jesus, the healing took place.
Place a Demand on the Anointing
Just like the woman with an issue of blood, we need to place a demand on the anointing. Whenever you stand in a line, never stand hoping that God might touch you. Stand knowing, and placing a demand on the anointing. God will touch you; expect God’s anointing to flow into you as hands are laid upon you.
The anointing is tangible. Just like you can feel electricity, you can feel the anointing of God.
Different Methods, Same Results
God uses different people in different ways, often with different methods. Some ministers have blown on people and the power of God has fallen. Others get upset over this method, but the Bible does say that Jesus breathed on people.
John 20 v 22 And when he had said this, He breathed on them, and saith unto them, Receive ye the Holy Ghost:
Just some practical advice: if you ever breathe on people, because you feel God instructed you to do so, make sure that your breath is fresh. You want people to fall under the right power.
Jesus spat in the ground and made clay, and He wiped it on a blind man’s eyes and told him to go wash, and he would be healed. Just by the words that Jesus spoke, people were healed. Jesus laid His hands on people and miracles happened.
All of these different methods are used as a point of contact to transfer the anointing.
God will use different people with different personalities, with different methods, but we get the same end results. People are getting set free, being filled with the Holy Spirit, and their lives will never be the same. Do not try to imitate anyone else. Be yourself, and let God use you the way He wants to.
God is a God of diversity. Thank God for diversity.

Chapter 5, How to Minister with the Anointing

Hebrews 6 v 1 and 2
1 Therefore leaving the principles of the doctrine of Christ, let us go on unto perfection; not laying again the foundation of repentance from dead works, and of faith towards God,
2 Of the doctrine of baptisms, and of laying on of hands, and of resurrection of the dead, and of eternal judgment.
Mark 16 v 15-20
15 And He said unto them, Go ye into all the world, and preach the gospel to every creature.
16 He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved; but he that believeth not shall be damned.
17 And these signs shall follow them that believe; In My name shall they cast out devils; they shall speak with new tongues;
18 They shall take up serpents; and if they drink any deadly thing, it shall not hurt them; they shall lay hands on the sick, and they shall recover.

20 And they went forth, and preached everywhere, the Lord working with them, and confirming the word with signs following. Amen.
Matthew 19 v 13 - 15

15 And He laid His hands on them, and departed thence.

The Ministry of Jesus
Jesus ministered by the laying on of hands. This is not something to be taken lightly. This is not just symbolic, or just something to do. There is a transference of the anointing when we lay hands on people.
Every time Jesus laid His hands on people, something happened. So much so that, when people laid their hands on Him, they were healed. Together, let us read the account in Mark 5 v 25 - 34.
Mark 5 v 25 - 34
25 And a certain woman, which had an issue of blood twelve years,
26 And had suffered many things of many physicians, and had spent all that she had, and was nothing bettered, but rather grew worse.
27 When she had heard of Jesus, came in the press behind, and touched his garment.
28 For she said, If I may touch but His clothes, I shall be whole.
29 And straightway the fountain of her blood was dried up; and she felt in her body that she was healed of that plague.
30 And Jesus, immediately knowing in Himself that virtue had gone out of Him, turned Him about in the press, and said, Who touched My clothes?
31 And His disciples said unto Him, Thou seest the multitude thronging thee, and sayest thou, Who touched Me?
32 And He looked round about to see her that had done this thing.
33 But the woman fearing and trembling, knowing what was done in her, came and fell down before Him, and told Him all the truth.
34 And He said unto her, Daughter, thy faith hath made thee whole; go in peace, and be whole of thy plague.
You can see that Jesus was ready all the time to release the anointing that God had placed upon His life. He had faith that the anointing of God would set the captive free, and so did the woman with the issue of blood.
Faith on Both Sides
27 When she had heard of Jesus, came in the press behind, and touched his garment.
28 For she said, If I may touch but His clothes, I shall be whole.
33 But the woman fearing and trembling, knowing what was done in her, came and fell down before Him, and told Him all the truth.
34 And He said unto her, Daughter, thy faith hath made thee whole; go in peace, and be whole of thy plague.
This was her faith in operation. We know that the Bible says that faith without works is dead.
James 2 v 14 - 20
14 What doth it profit, my brethren, though a man say he hath faith, and have not works? Can faith save him?
15 If a brother or sister be naked, and destitute of daily food,
16 And one of you say unto them, Depart in peace, be ye warmed and filled; notwithstanding ye give them not those things which are needful to the body; what doth it profit?
17 Even so faith, if it hath not works, is dead, being alone.
18 Yea, a man may say, Thou hast faith, and I have works: show me thy faith without thy works, and I will show thee my faith by my works.
34
19 Thou believest that there is one God; thou doest well: the devils also believe, and tremble.
20 But wilt thou know, O vain man, that faith without works is dead?
The anointing that Jesus had was ready to be released at any time. As soon as a demand was placed upon it, the anointing was released. He had faith for others to be set free and healed by the anointing. It is one thing to be anointed, but what are you going to do with the anointing when you get it? God anoints you for the service in the kingdom. He equips you and blesses you so you can bless others.
Mark 5 v 30 - 32
30 And Jesus, immediately knowing in Himself that virtue had gone out of Him, turned Him about in the press, and said, Who touched My clothes?
31 And His disciples said unto Him, Thou seest the multitude thronging thee, and sayest thou, Who touched Me?
32 And He looked round about to see her that had done this thing.
Do Not Allow Just Anyone to Lay Hands on You
If you want to flow with the anointing, you need to be touched by the anointing. Different people have different types of anointing. If you want to flow with revival, you need the touch of God upon your life.
This does not mean just a little joy, or being drunk a little in the Holy Spirit. This means total change. Sometimes people have nothing to give. They have empty hands. When we stretch out hands out to touch others as God’s Word says to do, we need to have the anointing in our hands and upon our lives, so that people can be set free by the anointing.
There is a Transference
There is transference of the anointing. There is an impartation from one person to another, as we lay our hands on them. We need to learn to cooperate with the anointing. As the anointing begins to flow, we flow with the anointing; not getting in the way, but letting God do what He wants to do.
You need to mix your faith with the fact that God has anointed you. The anointing of God is transferable, even into a cloth. If you read the following passage of Scripture in the Book of Acts, Chapter 19, you will see that a special anointing flowed through the hands of Paul even into handkerchiefs or aprons that he had prayed over. When placed on the bodies of sick people, they were healed.
Acts 19 v 11 - 12
11 And God wrought special miracles by the hands of Paul:
12 So that from his body were brought unto the sick handkerchiefs or aprons, and the diseases departed from them, and the evil spirits went out of them.
Place a Demand on the Anointing
We need to learn to place a demand on the anointing. Whenever hands are laid upon us, we need to expect something to happen. Just as you expect something to happen when you lay your hands on someone, so that same expectation of blessing needs to be in your heart when hands are laid on you.
Many people miss out on what God wants to do in their life, because they do not know how to place a demand upon the anointing. Don’t go up for prayer if you do not expect something to happen. Expect to receive, when hands are laid upon you, all that God has for you: an increase of the anointing and the removal of burdens, cares, sickness, disease or anything in your life which God has not put there, and for you to be set free.
Sometimes when you lay your hands on people, you will feel the tangible anointing of God flow into others. There are times when you do not feel anything. These are the times that we operate by faith, when we lay our hands on people and expect the anointing of God to flow into them, regardless whether we feel the anointing or not.
There is a ministry of laying on of hands for the impartation of gifts.
1 Timothy 4 v 14
14 Neglect not the gift that is in thee, which was given thee by prophecy, with the laying on of the hands of the presbytery.
Gifts were given by the laying on of hands. Get ready to receive the anointing and all that God has for you.

Facts About the Anointing
The anointing was necessary in Jesus’ life, and it is necessary in ours.
The anointing is to the believer what the dynamo is to electricity.. .the source of power.
The anointing is that added ingredient that makes you go. If you don’t have that added ingredient, then you cannot be as effective as you should be.
The anointing is that effective essence that brings about results.
God is the One who anoints. “Now He which establisheth us with you in Christ and hath anointed us is God” 2 Cor. 1:21
The anointing brings deliverance. “And it shall come to pass in that day, that his burden shall be taken away from off thy shoulder, and his yoke from off thy neck, and the yoke shall be destroyed because of the anointing. ” Isaiah 10:27
The anointing adds power to the preaching of the Word. “And with great power [anointing] gave the Apostle witness of the resurrection of the Lord Jesus; and great grace was upon them all. ” Acts 4:33
The anointing gives boldness. “Then Peter filled with the Holy Ghost... ” Acts 4:8a. “Now when they saw the boldness of Peter and John, and perceived that they were unlearned and ignorant men, they marveled; and they took knowledge of them, that they had been with Jesus. ” Acts 4:13
The anointing will give a breakthrough in your prayer life. “And when they had prayed the place was shaken where they were assembled together; and they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and they spoke the Word of God with boldness.” Acts 4:31
The anointing is the mark of the chosen.
“How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost, and with power: who went about doing good, and healing all that were oppressed by the devil; for God was with Him. ” Acts 10:38
The anointing gives freedom and liberty.


The anointing makes the true Word of God powerful.


The anointing convicts people of sin and causes them to repent.


The anointing gives freshness to the spoken Word.


The anointing electrifies the speaker and captivates the audience.


The anointing causes the fire of God to burn in one’s heart.


The anointing brings one into a closer relationship with God, and a deeper consecration.


The anointing causes one to be transformed into the Master’s image.


The anointing makes the impossible possible, and thus causes supernatural results to take place.


The anointing is a gift that is available, but is only received when the conditions are met.


The anointing is the quality that causes one to do the same works that Jesus did.


The anointing is what brings life to the preaching of God’s Word. Jesus said, 


“The Words that I speak they are spirit and they are life.” John 6:63
The anointing is the supernatural power of God that will make your ministry effective.


The anointing is what breaks the power of sin, sickness, and disease.


The anointing is what causes the power of God to flow.


The anointing is life giving, life changing and circumstance altering.


The anointing causes results to take place, fruit to be produced, and the firm ground to be softened...thus changing even the hard heart.


The anointing will cause the light of God to light the path of God’s children so they may be given divine guidance.


The anointing is the flow of God’s Spirit that pours forth and causes the Holy Spirit to be manifested.


The anointing is God’s divine enablement.


The anointing is the approval of God.


The anointing is received by prayer, and more prayer, and unceasing prayer.


The anointing must be desired, sought after, and yearned for until received.


The anointing can be received after the price has been paid.


Much prayer is the price paid to receive the anointing.
Fasting is the price paid to keep the fresh anointing.
It is to be noted that living in the Word will not only cause you to know the will of God as to what your ministry is, but will allow you to keep a fresh anointing.
There is no substitute for the anointing.
Having no anointing is like having a car without gas.
Having no anointing is like having an electrical appliance without electricity.
Do not venture to do anything without the anointing. Jesus said: “Tarry until ye be endued with power from on high. ” Luke 24:49
As you wait on God, the Holy Spirit will develop the gifts and the ministries.. .and you will learn to step out by faith in obedience to His voice.
The Three Anointings
In the Old Testament we see three distinct anointings that illustrate to us the three anointings we are to receive from the Lord. These are:
The lepers anointing...a type of cleansing from sin.
The priest’s anointing...a type of our anointing to minister as priests unto the Lord.
The king’s anointing...a type of the anointing for authority in the realm of the Spirit.
The Leper’s Anointing
In the fourteenth chapter of Leviticus we find instructions that God gave Moses concerning the cleansing and anointing of the leper. Only as these instructions were followed would the leper be cleansed and healed of his leprosy. Outside of what God told Moses.. .there was no known cure for leprosy.
The leper had to be brought to the priest, who had to go forth out of the camp to see him.
Leviticus 14:4-7 says: “Then shall the priest command to take for him that is to be cleansed two birds alive and clean, and cedar wood, and scarlet, and hyssop;
And the priest shall command that one of the birds be killed in an earthen vessel over running water.
As for the living bird, he shall take it, and the cedar wood, and the scarlet, and the hyssop, and shall dip them and the living bird in the blood of the bird that was killed over the running water.
And he shall sprinkle him that is to be cleansed from the leprosy seven times, and shall pronounce him clean, and shall let the living bird loose into the open field. ”
After these proceedings, the leper had to wash his clothes, shave off his hair, wash himself, and after that he shall come into the camp, and shall tarry outside of his tent seven days.
Not only did the blood and the water pay a great part in this cleansing, but also the oil. After the leper had been cleansed, he had to then have the oil applied to his right ear, to the thumb of his right hand, and to the great toe on his right foot. The rest of the oil then had to be poured upon the head of him that was to be cleansed.
This applying of the blood and the oil is a type of our salvation that we go through in order to be washed from sin and anointed with the Holy Ghost.
Do you eat once a week, or once a month, or are you consistent and do it every day?
Well, we should be as consistent in our walk with God as we are in other things. If fact, we should be more dedicated and given to the things of God.
If you have never had the anointing.. .then I suggest you give yourself to the things of God daily, and watch the results take place as you are transformed by the power of God.
If you have had the anointing and lost it.. .first you must with a broken and contrite heart.., repent sincerely before the Lord. Then begin a consistent life of prayer, fasting, studying of the Word, and a life of righteousness and obedience that the Lord will once again entrust His precious anointing to you.
Romans 12:2 says: “And be not conformed to this world, but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind; that ye may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect will of God.”
Just like there is no other cure for the leper’s cleansing, so there is no other cure for the cleansing and washing away of our sins.
When the oil was applied to the right ear, the ear was opened only to that which was pure. It is God’s will that we hear what is right, and in order to do that we need to have our ears anointed.
There are many people in the Church who have never had their ears opened to hear what the Spirit has to say to the Church. James 1:19 and Rev. 3:6, 13
First.. .we need to have our ears anointed to be pure to hear.
Second.. .we need to have our ears opened to hear what the Spirit has to say.
Sometimes when I’m in a meeting, l’ll hear God tell me something that I need to know. Many times as I have relayed what He has told me, lives have been affected and change has taken place.
The oil had to then be applied to the right thumb.. .this was to teach him that his actions had to be consistent with his character.
The oil was then applied to the great toes of the right foot.. .teaching us that our feet were made to walk in the ways of the Lord and they would only walk in His ways if they were anointed.
Thus, the leper was to present himself. Romans 12:1 says: “I beseech you therefore brethren by the mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a living sacrifice, holy acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service.”
The priest then had to present the man that was cleansed at the door of the tabernacle of the congregation. All the above instructions had to be followed by both the priest and the leper in order for results to take place.
God laid out all the details, and they had to follow the details step by step. It may have seemed a complex ordeal, but nevertheless, it worked every time and the leper was completely cured from his leprosy.
Notice the comparison between the lepers cleansing and our cleansing from the leprosy of sin?
The doves that were used are a type of Jesus, in His purity, laying down His life for our sin. He came all the way to earth to be crushed by our sin so we could be free. He was beaten and bruised for you and me so we could be totally acquitted. Hebrews 9:22 teaches us, “And according to the Law, one may almost say, all things are cleansed with blood, and without shedding of blood there is no remission of sins.” 1 Peter 2:24 further reveals: “And He Himself bore our sins on the cross, that we might die to sin and live to righteousness for by His wounds you were healed. ”
The one bird was killed.. .which is what happened to Jesus.. .the other arose to soar above the earth. Jesus died, but the grave could not hold Him. He arose the third day and soared on high, but not before He had shed His blood and made it available for cleansing.
The Bible says: “ We are cleansed by the washing of the Word. ” Eph. 5:26. The leper then had to wash his clothes, shave all his hair, and wash himself in water. This was to be his own work, depicting the change that had taken place.
When we come to Jesus we are cleansed from all.. .even the old surrounding and old habits. As we follow God’s instructions we will see that God will help us recover from every aspect of our old lives.
It would be good to note that the applying of the oil to the leper is the leper’s anointing and that there are more anointings to come. The cleansing of the leprosy of sin is only the first step in our walk with the Lord. There is another anointing to follow the leper’s anointing.
The Leper Was Made Whole
In the New Testament we see a continuation of this truth being taught. Luke 17:11-19 records the story of the ten lepers who came to Jesus. Their cry to Him was:
"Jesus, Master, have mercy on us. ”
When He saw them He simply told them to show themselves to the priests. It came to pass that as they went they were cleansed.
Every one of the ten lepers received cleansing, as they were obedient to the Words of Jesus. That can be likened to everyone who comes to Jesus for cleansing from sin.
They are all cleansed, as they are obedient to the Word. They were cleansed when they acted upon their faith and went to show themselves to the priests.
They were lepers up to the time they acted on the Word of Jesus. It had to be proved to the priests that they were truly cleansed so they could enter society again. So they were cleansed as they went.. .by faith, in obedience.
Now let’s look at the leper who returned to give thanks. It is said of him, “He glorified God with a loud voice ” ...that ’s praise... "Fell down on his face and gave thanks "...that’s appreciation and worship.
“And Jesus answering said, ‘Were there not ten cleansed? But where are the nine? There are not found that returned to give glory to God, save this stranger. 'And He said unto him: ‘Arise, go thy way; thy faith hath made thee whole. ”
There were ten cleansed lepers.. .no more running sores of leprosy.. .though they still looked like lepers and had all the marks of lepers.
But there was one leper who was not only cleansed, but he was also made whole, or complete. Every trace of leprosy was removed from his body.
He had to convince people that he had ever been a leper. When he stood up to testify that he had been a leper people would say, “We don’t believe it. You don’t look like a leper, smell like a leper, or have any other indication that you ever were a leper.”
Jesus Came to Make Us Whole
I know a lot of people who have been cleansed from the leprosy of sin. Their lives have been changed; they are a new creation. You can tell by the way they live that they have been cleansed by the blood of Jesus Christ.
But then there are a few that are so thankful for what God has done for them that they come back to tell Him how much they appreciate Him...with praise and worship.. .and these received the wholeness of the Spirit the others missed.
When you talk to the ones who have been made whole, and they tell you how they used to be, it is hard to believe because of the great transformation that has taken place in their lives.
1 Thessalonians 5:23 says: “And the very God of peace sanctify you wholly; and I pray God your whole spirit and soul and body be preserved blameless unto the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ. ”
As mentioned above, the leper’s anointing is a type of salvation. After we receive the leper’s anointing we must press on to receive from God the following anointing to come into the fullness and wholeness God desires for us.
The Priestly Anointing
Exodus 30:30 says: “And thou shalt anoint Aaron and his sons, and consecrate them that they may minister unto Me in the priest ’s office. ”
This anointing of the priest and his sons was very important because they were to consecrate, dedicate, and separate themselves for service to their God. When they were anointed, it was for this very special purpose.
It is the same with us... we are priests and kings. God wants to anoint us for service. The priests were chosen for one purpose... to minister unto God. When they fulfilled their service to God, then they were ready to serve the people. It was important that they first do as God instructed them before they could fulfill His will totally.
The Word of God declares that we are priests and kings, but I have seen a lack of results in the lives of God’s children because they have never taken their rightful place as declared in the Word.
Why have there been no outstanding results and flowing of God’s wisdom, divine knowledge, revelation, and demonstration of power and preaching? With all the Bibles we have, with all the different translations we have available, where is the power of God?
It is because the priestly ministry has been neglected. Too many have tried to go from the leper’s anointing of salvation to the kingly anointing of authority without receiving the priestly anointing.
If you neglect prayer time with God, if you are too busy to live in the Word, if you are too busy to fast once in a while, then you are too busy to see the hand of God move for you out of the natural and into the supernatural.
Men in the Word who had results with God were men who took advantage of talking to God. These men had unusual ministries because prayer, dedication and consecration were a way of life with them. It was normal for these men in the Word to spend not only hours but days in the presence of God... This is why they had the results they had.
Acts 27:23 says: “For there stood by me this night an angel of God, whose I am, and whom I serve, saying, ‘Fear not, Paul, thou must be brought before Caesar; and, lo, God hath given thee all them that sail with thee. ’ ”
What divine visitation!
What divine results took place!
What made the difference for all of this to come about?
Some people would have gotten on the boat and when the storm hit they would have expected to die. Others would have repented and prayed, “Come, Lord Jesus.”
But not Paul. He fasted and prayed for results. He served God in the midst of the storm, and God so honored him that He sent an angel to his rescue. Paul didn’t look to his circumstance. He decided to press in and serve God in his priestly office. Thus, he invoked the priestly result, bringing circumstance-shattering anointing into action.
This was Paul’s life. If circumstances look like it can’t be done.. .get hold of a man who has the priestly anointing of prayer.
What persistence... 14 days of prayer and fasting.
What patience.. .the fruit of the Spirit operating all the while.
What faith.. .“Be of good cheer, no one’s life will be lost, all will be saved.”
It is to be noted that verse 10 says that Paul told them:
The storm would arise and confront them.
There would be injury and damage.
The captain and his crew sailed anyway and ran into the storm as Paul said they would. But the priestly anointing on the life of Paul saved all those who were on the ship. The ship went down and there was injury, but no life was lost.
You see, you and I are going to run into storms. The devil is going to work overtime and try to thwart the plan of God in our lives. But as long as we are willing to serve God and fulfill our time of serving Him, He is going to take care of us.
Your faith will be tried sometimes so that you will cry out for mercy, and pray like you have never prayed before. This is the school of the Spirit that God allows us to go through in order that we might fulfill His desire for our lives.
Acts 16:25 - 28 says: “And at midnight Paul and Silas prayed, and sang praises unto God; and the prisoners heard them. And suddenly there was a great earthquake, so that the foundations of the prison were shaken; and immediately all the doors were opened, and everyone ’s bands were loosed. ”
What a supernatural intervention of God’s power! Just because two men exercised their priestly office, that anointing started to flow and miracles that only God could perform took place. Now that is praying!!!
I could go on and tell you about Elijah, who when he prayed, saw it rain and a drought was broken. I could tell you about Daniel whose prayers were so powerful that the mouths of lions were shut. I could tell you about King Hezekiah, who when he prayed saw
15 years added to his life. I could go on and tell you of a miracle after miracle that happened all because God had men and women who took their rightful place and exercised their priestly anointed ministry.
God performs the miraculous when we really enter this ministry. We cannot afford to omit this anointing. How do we get this type of anointing? By submitting ourselves to God and seeking it even as we came to Him for salvation. By recognizing our need to have an anointing in our prayer life and not be content with just “saying” prayers. Then, the Holy Spirit will be able to pray through us in the perfect will of God, and we will be ready to enter in for the third anointing, which is the kingly anointing.
Why Seek For More?
Philippians 3:14 says: “I press toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus. ”
The anointing is one of God’s great prizes that we are pressing towards. The closer we come to that mark, the greater the results in our lives.
Philippians 3:10 says: “That I may know Him, and the power of His resurrection, and the fellowship of His sufferings, being made conformable unto His death. ”
As we get to know Him, the anointing will flow more freely. As we press on to know Him in the three areas mentioned in this Scripture a great anointing will be required.
1 Timothy 4:15 says: “Meditate upon these things; give thyself wholly to them; that thy profiting may appear to all. ”
As we profit spiritually, it will show as the power flows freely.
The main reason we need to seek for more is because... GOD HAS MORE FOR US!
Even as Elisha observed Elijah’s ministry and knew that there was more for him, we need to look at the ministry of Jesus and know for a certainty that God has more for us.
Elisha had to come to the place where he would not let anything, or anyone, deter him from having all that was available. Even when the sons of the prophets tried to tell him he had gone far enough with Elijah and tried to get him to stop, Elisha ignored them and pressed on. He received, not only what Elijah had, but a double portion!
We have to want what God has.
Psalm 55:17: “Evening, and morning, and at noon, will I pray, and cry aloud: and He shall hear my voice. ”
As we reach out, God will save us from our enemies.
Psalm 56:9 & 11 : “ When I cry unto Thee, then shall mine enemies turn back: this I know; for God is for me. In God have I put my trust: I will not be afraid what man can do unto me. ”
God has promised to show His salvation to those who praise Him.
Psalm 50: 23: “ Whoso offereth praise glorifieth Me: and to him that ordereth his conversation aright will I show the salvation of God. ”
As we desire what God has, and reach out in prayer and praise, we must also order our conversations aright and bring our lives into line with God’s righteousness and holiness. Then, He will take us from “glory to glory and from image to image”
The Kingly Anointing
“And the Lord said unto Samuel, ‘How long wilt thou mourn for Saul, seeing I have rejected him from reigning over Israel? FUI thine horn with oil. and go; I will send thee to Jesse the Bethlehemite; for I have provided Me a king among his sons. ’ ” 1 Samuel 16:1
“And he sent, and brought him in. Now he was ruddy, and of a beautiful countenance, and handsome. And the Lord said, ‘Ari.se, anoint him; for this is he. ’
Then Samuel took the horn of oil, and anointed him in the midst of his brethren; and the Spirit of the Lord came upon David from that day forth. So Samuel rose up, and went to Ramah. ” Verses 12-13
God chose David and anointed him to be king. When He did this, He placed the kingly anointing on his life. This put him in a position of complete leadership with invested power and authority.
He was to be the one to lead God’s people, help them make the right decisions, and encourage them in the time of battle. In plain words, the hand of the Lord would be on him, and the anointing would come upon him. Remember, he would have that special anointing of God for the work he was called to do.. .the kingly anointing.
God anointed him. God gave him that unction. He said to Samuel, “That is the one
I am going to use. The one who has been tending the sheep. The fellow who has been going through the school of learning... David the shepherd... that is the one I want!
Why did God choose David? For several reasons:
He had attributes in his life that God could use.
1 Samuel 16:18: “Behold, I have seen a son of Jesse the Bethlehemite that is cunning in playing, and mighty valiant man, and a man of war, and prudent in matters, and a comely person, and the Lord is with him.”
David knew the ways of God. 1 Samuel 17:46: “This day will the Lord deliver thee (Goliath) into mine hand; that all the earth may know that there is a God in Israel. ”
He was a responsible person. 1 Samuel 17:34-37 tells where he had fought a bear and lion to protect his father’s sheep.
Most important of all, he was a man after God’s own heart. 1 Samuel 13:14. To receive the kingly anointing and have power and authority in the Spirit we must have a right heart.
David Fights Goliath
1 Samuel 17:2 tells the story of the champion of the Philistines who defied the children of God and challenged every one of them.
Jesse told David to go visit his brothers and take them some bread and cheese and see how they were doing. On David's arrival he heard this booming cry coming across the valley and he heard the challenge that had come. Goliath was speaking words of defeat and destruction to instill fear in their hearts.
Satan always repeats again and again the same words to us to instill fear in our hearts. Fear concerning your health that you will not live. Fear concerning your family that they will not be saved. Fear concerning your finances that you will never prosper.
There were great benefits to be received by the one who would face and conquer Goliath. Verse 25 says: “The king will enrich him with great riches, and will give him his daughter, and make his father’s house free in Israel.” all would like to have had the benefits, but none had that kingly anointing or kingly authority to overcome the enemy.
Suddenly, an unlikely candidate speaks up. In verse 26 David says: ‘Who is this uncircumcised Philistine that should defy the armies of the living God? ”
Note... the entire army of Israel was cringing in fear, but one young man stood up unafraid. One man with the kingly anointing has more authority than a whole army full of fear.
David was small compared to Goliath. He was insignificant as far as his brothers were concerned. When he came to King Saul he was told: “Thou art not able to go against this Philistine to fight with him: for thou art but a youth, and he a man of war.”
But little David had what they all lacked... the kingly anointing.
Israel had a whole army lined up with swords and spears and horses with chariots. They had their king, who had once possessed the authority and power of God.. .but had lost it.
Now here comes this little shepherd boy. He does not have a sword.. .he does not have a shield.. .he does not have armor like they have.. .but he has on God’s proven and tested armor that they could not see.
Saul tried to put his own armor on David, but in verse 39 David says, “I cannot go with these; for I have not proved them. ’ And David took them off ” David had proven God’s armor, which was the clothing of the anointing of the power of the Holy Spirit. He told Saul: “The Lord that delivered me out of the paw of the lion, and out of the paw of the hear, he will deliver me out of the h and of this Philistine.”
In verse 40 we see: “And he took his staff in his hand, and chose him five smooth stones out of the brook and put them in a shepherd's bag which he had. and his sling was in his hand: and he drew near to the Philistine.”
He took five stones... one for Goliath and one for each of his four brothers.
In verse 48 it tells us: “And David ran toward the army to meet the Philistine.” In verse 49 David kills Goliath by sinking the stone in his forehead... the “thinking” part... the part that brought forth words of fear and defeat.. .and the giant fell flat on his face to the ground.
David came against the enemy with the anointing of God and prevailed. He was more than a conqueror because he came not with an army and human forces, but with the power of God.
The Bible reveals that we don’t have to cringe... fall apart... or go to pieces. WE are what God says we are, and if God says we can overcome the enemy, then we can overcome him. all the giants of our lives can be defeated through the anointing.. .the kingly anointing of power and authority, which is the power of the Holy Spirit.
Goliath came making a noise.. .like a roaring lion.. .and David knew it. David didn’t come just making a noise.. .He had had the oil poured out upon him from his head to his feet.
He had been anointed.
He had been chosen.
He had been sanctified with the kingly anointing of power and authority!
The Anointing Destroys Giants
The giants that come against your life will many times overcome you if you deal with them only on human terms and with human ability. These giants can be defeated every time by the power of the Holy Spirit, for they are no match for the anointing of God.
When you have received the kingly anointing, you can take on all the giants.. .whether there are five giants or ten giants, or 100 giants. You will have the proven armor which will protect you and the equipment to bring the giants down and remove their heads.
The anointing is as essential to your life as oil is to your car. You may have the best car in town, and may have paid as much as $50,000.00 for it... but if you don’t have oil in it, you are in trouble. It will cause a strain on the engine that could ruin it. That is why so many Christians are having a hard time. They are trying to combat demonic forces and do the work of God in the natural without the kingly anointing. They just don’t have the power they need.
When you put a few quarts of oil in the engine of your car it will run so smoothly and you will make progress.
The oil is like a protection and haling to the engine.. .it keeps it in shape. That is the way the Holy Spirit’s anointing is. It is healing and smoothing and saturating you with power. It will make you what God wants you to be. It will help you to operate, and will empower and sanctify you.
If you are going to be used for the glory of God according to the Word of God, if you want God to move upon your life, you must receive the kingly anointing.
Psalm 92:10 says: “But my horn shall thou exalt like the horn of a wild ox; I shall be anointed with fresh oil. ”
In other words, I will give you the strength and power—the horn represents power.
God wants to give us power. He empowered His disciples with this kingly anointing of authority, and they continued the same marvelous works He did. The world is in desperate need of a demonstration of the power and authority of God in His Church. He wants to pour out a fresh anointing.
The Anointing and Power
The anointing of God is what causes the power to flow. The greater the anointing, the greater the power will be.
Luke 4:14 says: “And Jesus returned in the POWER of the Spirit into Galilee; and there went out a fame of Him through all the regions round about. ”
Luke 4:32 relates: “And they were astonished at His doctrine; for His Word was with POWER. ”
Luke 4:36 tells us: “And they were all amazed, and spoke among themselves, saying, what a Word is this! For with authority and POWER He commandeth the unclean spirits, and they come out. ”
Look at what the last part of Luke 5:17 says: “And the POWER (anointing) of the Lord was present for Him to heal them. ”
A man with palsy was let down through the roof, after the tiling was removed. Jesus so admired their faith that He healed the man. What attracted so many people that there was no room, and the man had to be let down through the roof? It was the anointing of God.
Remember, if there is no anointing, there will be no power. If there is little anointing, there will be little power.
A good example of this is electrical current. The stronger the current, the greater the power.
So it is with the anointing. The stronger the anointing, the stronger the flow of power from God.
PAUL said: “And my speech and my preaching were not with enticing words of man ’s wisdom, but in demonstration of the Spirit (anointing) and of POWER” 1 Cor. 2:4
MICAH said: “I am full of POWER, by the Spirit (anointing) of the Lord” Micah 3:8
ZECHARIAH said: “Not by might, nor by POWER, but by My Spirit (anointing), saith the Lord of hosts. " Zech. 4:6
New Testament Anointing
1. The Five Fold Office Anointing.
This is the anointing for those in the 5-fold office ministry. Eph. 4:11-12 says: “And He gave some, apostles; and some, prophets; and some, evangelist; and some pastors and teachers; For the perfecting of the saints, for the work of the ministry, for the edifying of the body of Christ. ”
2. The Corporate Anointing.
As the congregation begins to praise God the anointing will come down upon every one. In the book of Acts when they were all in one accord, what happened? The Spirit of the Lord came down.
Acts 2:1-4 says: “And when the day of Pentecost was fully come they were ALL with one accord in one place. And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled all the house where they were sitting. And there appeared unto them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it sat upon EACH of them. And they were ALL filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them utterance. ” Everyone present experienced this anointing!
3. The Believer’s Anointing.
This anointing is available for all who are born again and Spirit-filled. As this anointing comes upon you, you become an instrument that God can use to witness to the lost, pray for the sick, and give testimony of what God has done in your life. You can even cast out devils.
The believer’s anointing will cause you to move in proportion to your faith. “Faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the Word of God.” As faith in the believer increases so will the believer’s anointing. You must increase in your faith.
Imagine two thermometers. One is called the Thermometer of the Flesh and the other is called the Thermometer of the Spirit. The more you walk in the flesh the higher that Thermometer rise. When you walk in the realm of the Spirit that Thermometer begins to rise, and the other one decreases.
As the Spirit thermometer rises then we can move in the realm of the Spirit to a greater degree because our spirit is released and no longer bogged down by the flesh. Then the Spirit of God takes control and we can do things that only God can do through us.
When the believer’s anointing begins to move, our faith rises and great things begin to take place.
When the flesh is in control, the Spirit is hindered in moving. Your faith drops and you fail to hear God and see what Fie wants to do. Then you start doing what seems right in your own eyes.
The Results of the Believer’s Anointing
You will set the captives free. The anointing says we are to deliver those who are bound. That is part of the believer’s anointing.
The Anointing in Dead Bones
The anointing is stored in the believer as power is in a battery.
2 Kings 13:20 says: “And Elisha died, and they buried him. And as they were burying a man, behold, they saw a marauding band; and they cast the man into the grave of Elisha. And when the man touched the bones of Elisha he revived and stood up on his feet. ”
Stored in the bones was the anointing of God. And when the dead man touched Elisha’s bones, he jumped up alive. There was enough anointing power in the bones of Elisha to set the captive free from death.
There was no one there to exercise faith.
Elisha was dead, so he couldn’t exercise faith.
The dead man was dead, so he couldn’t exercise faith.
No one there was exercising any faith.
So what made the difference? It was the anointing still in the bones of Elisha that made the difference.
The Anointing in a Handkerchief
Acts 19:11-12: “God wrought many miracles by the hands of Paul. ” The substance of the anointing transmitted through Paul’s hands was charged with the power of God. Thus, he was able to have aprons and handkerchiefs taken from his body, “And as many as they were laid upon were healed. ”
When you are “wired” with the believer’s anointing people will know that something has happened to you. When the anointing flows through you the devil, sickness, and problems must go.
There is a reason people are not able to drive out devils like they should. It is why the church is weak... why the power of God is not being manifested as it should. It is because the anointing that should be flowing through the lives of believers is not there.
If a man’s dead bones can bring life, and handkerchiefs can bring healing, every believer should be able to do the same things.
The Anointing in a Garment
ln Mark 5:27 the Bible says: “If I can just touch the hem of His garments, I shall get well." And when she touched Him Jesus felt... virtue go out of Him.
Jesus had something stored in His garment. It was the anointing.
What do you have stored in your garment?
I tell this only for the glory of God... When my campaign director from India came he gave this testimony: There was a woman coming to the crusade who was totally blind. Every night she listened to the Word and believed for her healing but did not receive. The last night of the crusade when the meeting was over, she was standing by the ramp where I walked down to leave the meetings. As I walked past her, my jacket blew open and brushed across her face.. .and her eyes were instantly healed.
It was the touch of the same anointing that was in Paul’s handkerchief and Jesus’ garment. It was God’s precious commodity flowing through the garment.
The Anointing in the Believer
The Bible promises us that, “Out of your innermost being shall flow rivers of living water. ”
God doesn’t only want to store His anointing only in someone’s garment, or handkerchief, God wants to store it in the believer, and flow through his life. God can use anything, but what He desires to use is the believer.
His ultimate desire is for the anointing to flow through every believer that He might work with, in and through them to destroy the works of the devil and bless His Church.
His Power and His Presence
God does not demonstrate His power apart from His presence.
The Bible tells us after Solomon prayed at the dedication of the Temple fire fell from Heaven. The power of the presence and anointing of God was so strong the people could not stand in the Temple.
The Holy Spirit has been equated with the glory of God. Romans 6:4 says: “Christ was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father. ”
Romans 8:11 : “But if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the dead dwell in you, He who raised Christ Jesus from the dead will also give life to your mortal bodies through His Spirit who indwells you. ”
God, by His Spirit, has quickened us and brought us into His kingdom. The Holy Spirit has done that the same way He brought Jesus back from the dead.
 



Reasons For The Anointing
It is not enough to say you have been Born again, received the baptism of the Holy Spirit, and move in the gifts of God. You will not automatically have a fresh anointing. You must pursue it. If you don’t, your anointing can grow stale.
Many say: “I have the Holy Spirit,” and I ask them in return “But does the Holy Spirit have you?” You may think you have an anointing, but how much control of your life does the Holy Spirit have that He might move that anointing in freshness?
Elisha was anointed as a prophet. 1 King 19:19
Aaron was anointed to be a high priest. Exodus 30:30
Saul was anointed to be the first king of Israel. 1 Samuel 15:1
David was anointed to take his place after Saul fell. 1 Samuel 16:13
Mary was anointed to give birth to Jesus. Luke 1:36
Jesus was anointed to set the captives free. Luke 4:18
Acts 1:8: Jesus said, “You shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you.” This was a promise to the believers.
Did you receive power when the Holy Spirit came upon you? Do you have supernatural, Holy Ghost, Heaven-sent power flowing through you so that when you lay hands on people the anointing moves and the blind see, the deaf hear, and the cripples walk?
If you don’t have the anointing like the Bible says you can have it, then there is something missing. The only way to get what God has made available is to spend time in His presence until the power comes upon you, within you and starts to flow out of you.
How Does the Anointing Come?
Elisha went after Elijah until he received what Elijah had, and even more.
Saul was approached by Samuel to be anointed to be king.
Mary was approached by the angel to have the anointing come upon her.
Jesus came to John to be baptized in water. When He came up the anointing came upon Him in the form of a dove.
Every believer needs the anointing, and the place to get it is in the presence of God.
Moses’ Anointing
Exodus 1:22: “Then Pharaoh commanded all his people, saying, “Every son who is born you are to cast into the Nile, and every daughter you are to keep alive.”
Pharaoh was killing the Israelite babies because he feared the strength of the Israelites. As little Moses was placed in the ark and floated down the river Pharaoh’s daughter found him and had compassion on him and raised him as her own.
Moses killed a man because he had compassion for his Hebrew brother. Then he had to flee for his life and spent 40 years on the backside of the desert. There he must have viewed himself as a failure.
He had been educated, was wise, knowledgeable, wealthy, and rose in the highest court in the world and destined its throne. He must have felt like a failure.. .but all the time God was preparing him.
You may be a failure as far as this world is concerned. You may feel that you have nothing to show for your life, but by the anointing of God you can shake the kingdom of the devil.
You can have the anointing of God come out upon you. You can sit under the outpouring of the Holy Spirit as it flows down like a mighty river on your life. You can rise up in the name of the Lord and shake Satan’s kingdom, deliver the deaf and the dumb, the blind and the cripples the oppressed and the fearful, and set the sinners free. Then you will have shaken the kingdom of the devil. Then, according to the Word of God, you are not a failure but a success.
But you must do as Moses did. Moses had an encounter with God. He turned aside to see a burning bush that was not consumed. And the Lord called to him, Moses, Moses. And Moses said, “Here I am. ”
You Must be a Conductor
The level of the anointing is determined by how well we conduct it (as in electricity), not the material through which it flows.
We are the material through which the anointing flows. We are the natural, earthly part. In order for us to be used of God we must become conductors of His power. That is why Christ must be formed in us...in our inner part, our spirit.
Our outward, material, natural part of us, such as our personality, physical appearance, etc. is not important. It is our spirit within that God wants to flow through.
WE are the natural material part, but it is our wiring, our conductivity... our yieldedness to the Spirit that will cause the power to flow. We are the vessel through which the anointing flows.
I have many microphones available, but if they are not wired correctly, and not connected they cannot be used. They are the material part. They can do nothing of themselves. It is only when they are wired and connected that they can conduct the electricity and cause something to happen.
The loaves and fishes in Jesus day were the materials. It was the anointing on Jesus that caused them to multiply.
Peter’s shadow was just a regular shadow. But when the electricity of the Holy Spirit came upon it, the power flowed and people were healed.
You and I are just the material made available to the work of God. But if we are connected to the dynamo whose name is Jesus and we are wired correctly by the Holy Spirit, then there can come forth an increased level of the power of God.
If you meet someone who is the poorest of the poor, the most illiterate and the least qualified in man’s estimation, but has an anointing.. .Anything is possible. You might look at him and say: “He’s not good material to be used by God.” God does not look on the outward appearance of His material.. .but on the heart.. .on your spiritual wiring... and if you are connected to Him.
You might meet someone else driving a Rolls Royce, with 10 million dollars, in a beautiful hand tailored suit and shirt, and living in a palatial mansion with servants. He can have so many degrees you can’t understand what he is saying. But if you have an incurable disease and ask him to pray.. .he can’t do a thing for you.. .unless he is washed in the Blood, rewired by the Holy Ghost and connected to God.
The material God uses can be rich or poor, educated or ignorant, because it is not the material that is going to do the job.. .it is the anointing in the material. all God desires is for you to have that level of anointing that can turn the devil upside down and destroy his works. You can operate in that! “Until Christ be formed in you.” Gal. 4:19
Four Steps to Increase
Luke 24:49... “Tarry at Jerusalem until you are endued with power from on high.” Wait until you are “clothed upon” with power from on high.
Grow from faith to faith. You can have a low level of the function of your faith or a high level. “From the body of Paul were brought aprons and handkerchiefs, and as many as they were laid upon were healed. And God wrought special miracles by the hands of Paul.” Small faith produces small miracles. Great faith moves mountains.
Romans 12:3: “According as God has dealt to every man a measure of faith. ” 
Every Born again person has a measure of God’s faith. That faith must be used, measured back to God, given a chance to grow.
Romans 10:17: “Faith cometh by hearing, and hearing by the Word.” As you grow in faith, the anointing will operate in proportion to that faith.
Romans 12:16: “ You prophecy according to the proportion of your faith”
Romans 12:6: “ You minister according to the proportion of your faith. ”
2 Thess. 1:3: “Your faith growth exceedingly”
2 Cor. 10:15: “But having hope when your faith is increased. ”
You won’t get any more faith. You must increase the faith you have through exercise. You can drive a car at 20 mph. If you put your foot down you can increase the speed. You determine the increase by your faithful exercise of what you have.
You can increase your faith exceedingly by spending time in the Word. As you grow in faith you will grow in the anointing. As you grow in the anointing your faith will produce an even greater anointing that will astound you.
Grow from grace to grace. Grace means “favor.” As the sick came to Jesus with faith in their hearts, they found favor with Him and He was moved with compassion and healed them. We are told to grow in grace.
Gal. 2:8-9: They saw the anointing in the life of Paul. As the grace and mercy of God are extended to you it should cause you to love God more and be attracted to the things of God.
Jesus said: “If you love Me, keep My commandments.” If you truly love Him you will obey Him, serve Him and wait on Him. Then the grace of God will begin to grow. You will have more favor with Him because of the relationship you have developed with Him.
2 Peter 1:2: “Grace and peace be multiplied to you.”
John 1:16: “We grow from grace to grace.” “Of His fullness have we all received and grace upon grace.”
We have received His fullness. We are not going to get anymore of His fullness. Now it is time for you to grow in what you have received from God.
You have already been blessed with all spiritual blessings in Christ. You just haven’t recognized what you have. You already have the car, you just don’t know how to drive it. You find out what you have in the presence of God and by moving in obedience to Him.
Grow from glory to glory. 2 Cor. 3:18 says: “But we all, with open face beholding as in a glass the glory of the Lord, are changed into the same image from glory to glory, even as by the Spirit of the Lord. ”
Ex. 40:34: “Then a cloud covered the tent of the congregation and the glory (glory here means goodness) of the Lord filled the tabernacle. And Moses was not able to enter into the tent of the congregation because the cloud abode thereon and the glory of the Lord filled the tabernacle. ”
2 Chron. 5:14: “The priests could not minister because the glory filled the place. ”
Your union with Him will determine the increase of the glory and the increase of the anointing. As we grow in God, we will increase, grow, and move to that level in the mountain of God that He has called us to. Then we will see the manifestation both He and we desire.
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
