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A W O R D F R O M T H E A U T H O R
One of the wonders of God’s Word is how much depth can be found in a
single Scripture. One verse can speak volumes of information to us. Consider
Hebrews 4:16. This verse alone contains promises of grace, mercy, forgiveness, 
boldness, closeness with God, answered prayer, spiritual power, and more. I’ve
probably read it a thousand times,and yet each time I read it I am overwhelmed
by the fullness of it. 
There aren’t enough days in our lifetime for us to experience all there is to
know about the Word. The Talmud, the collection of ancient rabbinic writings
on Jewish law and tradition (the Mishna and the Gemara) that constitute the
basis of religious authority in Orthodox Judaism, tells us that some day God is
going to interpret for us even the spaces between the letters. Ironically, this
incredible depth is what made writing this book so difficult. 
When I was asked to separate the Complete Personalized Promise Bible  into
topics, my first thought was, “You’ve got to be kidding!” I suddenly had a pic-
ture in my mind of a thirty-volume set. Hebrews 4:16 alone could be classified
into about a dozen topics.I knew that the only way to do this was to simply take
each passage and choose a single topic for it instead of duplicating that
Scripture into all of the topics that it covers. 
Well,it worked for the most part, but for some Scriptures, eeny meeny miny

mo  just didn’t seem to cut it. So here and there I have repeated a few of the
promises. However, I only did this where I felt it was necessary, and there are so
few that it barely affects the size of the volume. The beauty of this is that God
has placed such an abundance of promises in His Word that once I divided them
all up, there were plenty for each topic. 
The other difficulty I en co u n tered was ch oosing the top i c s . Th ere are hu n-
d reds to ch oose from , but if I used them all it would have been nearly impo s s i bl e
to ch oose what passage would go wh ere . What I re a lly wanted to do was narrow
it down to just a few dozen top i c s . As you can prob a bly guess, G od has placed a
lot more than a few dozen categories of promises in His Word . So after hours of
con densing and su bcl a s s i f yi n g, I finally en ded up with an even seven ty top i c s . But
l et me tell yo u , t h ey are absolutely awe s ome! Just re ading the topics alone can
m a ke you weep with joy. You are abo ut to be bl e s s ed ri ght out of your socks! 
My personal favorite is the section on how God has promised to be your
Friend and closest Companion. Did you know that God thoroughly enjoys your
company? Nothing blesses my life more than knowing that God is truly my very
best Friend. As a matter of fact,I could probably classify every other topic under
that one truth. 
It is my sincere prayer that your life wi ll be ch a n ged as you decl a re each of
these prom i s e s . If s i ckness has taken hold of your body, t h ro u gh these pages I stand
in agreem ent for your healing. If the spirit of poverty has you under its cru el hand
of oppre s s i on , I stand in agreem ent that you are set free .P l e a s e , child of G od , don’t
be du ped into thinking that your hardships are God ’s wi ll . He wants you to live a
l i fe full of j oy, f reedom , and pe ace . Re ad His prom i s e s . T h ey  a re His wi ll for yo u .

bodies washed with pure water. Let us hold fast the profession of our  faith with-
out wavering; (for he is  faithful that promised.)

Therefore, since I now have full freedom and confidence to enter into the

Holy of Holies of heaven by the blood of Jesus, I can draw near to God with a sin -

cere heart and the full measure of faith. In light of this, I will be un wavering and

relentless with my confession of faith, for I know beyond a shadow of doubt that

He who made the p romise is faithful. He will do what He said He would do.

By faith Abel of fered unto God a more excell ent sac ri f i ce than Ca i n , by wh i ch
he obt a i n ed wi tness that he was ri gh teo u s , G od te s ti f ying of his gi f t s : and by it
he being de ad yet spe a ket h . By faith Enoch was tra n s l a ted that he should not
s ee de a t h ; and was not fo u n d , because God had tra n s l a ted him: for before his
tra n s l a ti on he had this te s ti m ony, that he pleased God . But wi t h o ut faith it is
i m po s s i ble to please h i m :  for he that com eth to God must bel i eve that he is, a n d

t h a t  he is a rew a rder of t h em that diligen t ly seek him. By faith Noa h , bei n g w a rn ed of G od of t h i n gs not seen as yet , m oved with fe a r, prep a red an ark to
the saving of his house; by the wh i ch he con dem n ed the worl d , and bec a m e
h eir of the ri gh teousness wh i ch is by faith. By faith Abra h a m , wh en he was
c a ll ed to go out into a place wh i ch he should after receive for an inheri t a n ce , 
obeyed ; and he went out , not knowing wh i t h er he wen t . By faith he soj o u rn ed
in the land of prom i s e , as i n  a stra n ge co u n try, dwelling in tabern acles wi t h
Is a ac and Jacob, the hei rs with him of the same prom i s e : For he loo ked for a
c i ty wh i ch hath fo u n d a ti on s , whose bu i l der and maker i s  G od . Th ro u gh faith
also Sa ra hers el f received strength to con ceive seed , and was del ivered of a ch i l d
wh en she was past age , because she ju d ged him faithful who had prom i s ed . 
Th erefore sprang there even of on e , and him as good as de ad , so many  as the
s t a rs of the sky in mu l ti tu de , and as the sand wh i ch is by the sea shore innu-
m era bl e . These all died in faith, not having received the prom i s e s , but havi n g
s een them afar of f , and were persu aded of t h em ,  and em braced t h em ,  and con-
fe s s ed that they were stra n gers and pilgrims on the eart h . For they that say su ch
t h i n gs decl a re plainly that they seek a co u n try. And tru ly, i f t h ey had been
mindful of that cou n try  f rom wh en ce they came out , t h ey might have had
opportu n i ty to have retu rn ed . But now they de s i re a bet ter cou n try,  that is, a n
h e aven ly: wh erefore God is not ashamed to be call ed their God : for he hath
prep a red for them a city. By faith Abra h a m , wh en he was tri ed , of fered up Is a ac :
and he that had received the promises of fered up his on ly bego t ten so n ,  O f
wh om it was said, That in Is a ac shall thy seed be call ed : Acco u n ting that God

wa s  a ble to raise h i m  u p, even from the de ad ;f rom wh en ce also he received him
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in a figure . By faith Is a ac bl e s s ed Jacob and Esau con cerning things to com e . By
faith Jacob, wh en he was a dyi n g, bl e s s ed both the sons of Jo s eph ; and wor-
s h i pped , l e a n i n g  u pon the top of his staff. By faith Jo s eph , wh en he died , m ade
m en ti on of the dep a rting of the ch i l d ren of Is rael ; and gave com m a n d m en t
con cerning his bon e s . By faith Mo s e s , wh en he was born , was hid three mon t h s
of his paren t s , because they saw he was  a proper ch i l d ; and they were not afra i d
of the king’s com m a n d m en t . By faith Mo s e s , wh en he was come to ye a rs , 
ref u s ed to be call ed the son of P h a ra o h’s daugh ter; Ch oosing ra t h er to su f fer
a f f l i cti on with the people of G od , than to en j oy the pleasu res of sin for a sea-
s on ; E s teeming the reproach of Ch rist gre a ter ri ches than the tre a su res in
Egypt : for he had re s pect unto the recom pen ce of the rew a rd . By faith he for-
s ook Egypt , not fe a ring the wrath of the king: for he en du red , as seeing him
who is invi s i bl e . Th ro u gh faith he kept the passover, and the sprinkling of
bl ood , lest he that de s troyed the firs tborn should to u ch them . By faith they
p a s s ed thro u gh the Red sea as by dry l a n d :  wh i ch the Egyptians assaying to do
were drown ed . By faith the walls of Jeri cho fell down , a f ter they were com-
p a s s ed abo ut seven days . By faith the harlot Rahab peri s h ed not with them that
bel i eved not, wh en she had received the spies with pe ace . 
And what shall I more say? for the time would fail me to tell of G edeon , a n d

of  Ba ra k , and of  Sa m s on , and of  Jeph t h ae ; of  D avid also, and Sa mu el , and of the proph et s : Who thro u gh faith su b du ed kingdom s , wro u ght ri gh teo u s n e s s , 
obt a i n ed prom i s e s , s topped the mouths of l i on s , Q u en ch ed the vi o l en ce of
f i re , e s c a ped the ed ge of the sword , o ut of weakness were made stron g, w a xed
valiant in figh t , tu rn ed to flight the armies of the alien s . Wom en received
t h eir de ad ra i s ed to life aga i n : and others were tortu red , not accepting del iv-
era n ce ; that they might obtain a bet ter re su rrecti on : And others had trial of
c ru el mock i n gs and sco u r gi n gs , ye a , m oreover of bonds and impri s on m en t :
Th ey were ston ed ,t h ey were sawn asu n der, were tem pted , were slain with the
s word : t h ey wandered abo ut in sheepskins and goa t s k i n s ; being de s ti tute , 
a f f l i cted , torm en ted ; ( O f wh om the world was not wort hy:) they wandered in
de s ert s , and i n  m o u n t a i n s , and i n  dens and caves of the eart h . And these all , h aving obt a i n ed a good report thro u gh faith, received not the prom i s e : G od
h aving provi ded some bet ter thing for us, that they wi t h o ut us should not be
m ade perfect . 
Wherefore seeing we also are compassed about with so great a cloud of wit-
nesses, let us lay aside every weight, and the sin which doth so easily beset us, 
and let us run with patience the race that is set before us, Looking unto Jesus the
author and finisher of our  faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured
the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne
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of God. For consider him that endured such contradiction of sinners against
himself, lest ye be wearied and faint in your minds.

Faith is the avenue that God

has chosen to bring forth His blessings into the earth. Therefore, if I refuse to walk

by faith, the promise will remain dormant no matter how much I b elieve in it.

I hold fast to the promise of God. I know full well that God is faithful and

will see to it that the promise is made good in me. I do not see things from a

human perspective, but from the perspective of the promise. I reject what my
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senses tell me and take hold of what God has revealed to me through His Word. If

the circumstance is overwhelming and the odds appear impossible, I can use the

things around me as visual types of the promise’s fulfillment in order to

strengthen my faith until the promise is manifested in my life. 

I fre ely admit that my ci ti zenship is not of this eart h . Li ke those saints of

ol d , I wi ll live by faith until the day I take my pl a ce among them at my re s i d en ce

in heaven . 

The great promise of redemption in Christ is given to me. It is a b etter thing

that I have as compared to what those g reat men and women o f faith had. And

though they have received and enjoy their redemption in heaven, I now receive

and enjoy it on earth. And what’s more, they are now my brothers and sisters in

Christ—all part of my family: the great family of God. 

T h erefo re , s i n ce I am su rrou n d ed by su ch a great cl oud of wi tn e s se s , I wi ll

cast aside every hindra n ce to my re ceiving the pro m i ses of God , and rid mysel f of

a ll of t h o se sins wh i ch plague and trou ble me. I wi ll be about my Fa t h er ’s bu s i-

ness and like the saints of ol d , t h rou gh faith I wi ll administer justi ce , obtain the

pro m i se s , shut the mouths of l i o n s , q u en ch the fury of the flames, and esc a pe the

ed ge of the swo rd . T h rou gh faith, my we a k n e s ses wi ll tu rn to strength and I wi ll

be come migh ty in battle and rout all of my en em i e s . 

I am re solved to run my ra ce with pa ti ent en du ra n ce and unwavering pers i s ten ce . 

I will look away from all distractions that would keep me from those thing s

that Jesus has provided. I reject the image of the world and take hold of an image

in my mind of what cannot be seen with my natural eyes. It is my mind’s image, 

in accordance with what God has promised, that is the t rue reality. Therefore, I

purpose in my heart to see things through the eyes of God. 

I look to Jesus Himself as providing the ultimate faith e xample and as the

very author and finisher of my faith; for He understood the promise and knew

what He was providing for me when He chose to suffer in my stead. Despite the

circumstances, He acted upon the promise of my redemption.

When I speak in an unknown tongue, I edify and improve myself, but when I

prophesy, I edify and improve the entire cong regation. This is what makes

prophecy more beneficial [to the cong regation] than speaking in tongues.

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accepted Him as my Lord and Savior, He Himself has become my righteousness, 

making it possible for me to enter into God’s blessings legally, through faith.

For sin shall not have dominion
over you: for ye are not under the law, but under grace.

I have died to sin; therefore, I shall no longer live in it. 

When I was baptized into Jesus, I was baptized into His death. I was buried

with Him in baptism into death, in order that, just as Jesus was raised from the

dead, I might be rais ed to a new life through Him. By this, I am perfectly identi-

fied with His death, burial and Resurrection. It was as if I myself, through His

substitution, suffered the penalty for my sins, seeing that all Jesus did was done

for me personally and is set to my account. I have been perfectly united with Him

in His death and I am also perfectly united with Him in His Resurrection. 

My old spiritually dead self was crucified with Jesus in order to free my body

from slavery to sin’s power. As a born-again child of God, my old nature no

longer has the power to control my actions. Because I died with Jesus, I have been

set completely free! 
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Now since I died with Chri s t , I also live throu gh Hi m . I know that since Je su s

was ra i sed from the dead, He cannot die again; death no longer has any kind of

power over Him; for by the death that He died , He died to sin (ending His rel a ti o n-

ship to it), but the life that He live s , He lives in an unbre a k a ble bond with God . 

In the same w ay, I count myself, through identification with Jesus, as being

dead to sin, and yet I am alive and living in an unbreakable bond with God. 

Therefore, I will not allow sin to control my mortal body in any way. I will not

use any part of my body as an instrument of wickedness, nor will I allow the evil

one to overrun any part of me. 

Sin is no longer my master in any way, for I have been set free from its power

and have become a partaker of God’s grace. Therefore, sin can no longer separate

me from my Father, and together we continually demonstrate its defeat in my life.

I always carry with me the very fact of Jesus’ death—that He bore my sick-

nesses and carried my pains; that His death brought me peace and freed me from

all of the effects of sin. I carry the fact of His death so that His resurrection life

may also be revealed in my body. Through Him, the effects of sin and death no

longer have dominion over me. Even though I may be threatened by death on

every side, the life of His Resurrection never fails to flow in and through me.

I have died to sin; therefore, I shall no longer live in it. 

When I was baptized into Jesus, I was baptized into His death. I was buried

with Him in baptism into death, in order that, just as Jesus was raised from the

dead, I might be rais ed to a new life through Him. By this, I am perfectly identi-

fied with His death, burial and Resurrection. It was as if I myself, through His
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substitution, suffered the penalty for my sins, seeing that all Jesus did was done

for me personally and is set to my account. I have been perfectly united with Him

in His death and I am also perfectly united with Him in His Resurrection. 

My old spiritually dead self was crucified with Jesus in order to free my body

from slavery to sin’s power. As a born-again child of God, my old nature no

longer has the power to control my actions. Because I died with Jesus, I have been

set completely free! 

Now since I died with Chri s t , I also live throu gh Hi m . I know that since Je su s

was ra i sed from the dead, He cannot die again; death no longer has any kind of

power over Him; for by the death that He died , He died to sin (ending His rel a ti o n-

ship to it), but the life that He live s , He lives in an unbre a k a ble bond with God . 

In the same w ay, I count myself, through identification with Jesus, as being

dead to sin, and yet I am alive and living in an unbreakable bond with God. 

Therefore, I will not allow sin to control my mortal body in any way. I will not

use any part of my body as an instrument of wickedness, nor will I allow the evil

one to overrun any part of me. 

Sin is no longer my master in any way, for I have been set free from its power

and have become a partaker of God’s grace. Therefore, sin can no longer separate

me from my Father, and together we continually demonstrate its defeat in my life.

I am cru-
cified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the
life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved
me, and gave himself for me. I do not frustrate the grace of God: for if right-
eousness come  by the law, then Christ is dead in vain.

I realize that I am not justified by the Law, but by faith in Jesus; for, even

though doing the good deeds outlined in the Law is right, it is not what justifies
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me in the sight of God. The only thing that can sa ve me from death and destruc-

tion is a sin substitute—and that is what Jesus became for me. Therefore, I will

rest in the finished work of my Savior. 

Even though I may fail and sin against the Law as a child of God, it doesn’t

mean that Christ is a minister of sin or has become an excuse for it. The fact of

the matter is He stripped sin of its power. Because of this, even if I sin I stand

uncondemned. Therefore, I now have the ability to cont rol it, for it no longer has

any power over my life. God Himself now partners up with me so that I can live a

life of true holiness. 

In Jesus, the Law has been fulfilled and set aside. The Law is fulfilled in me, 

only so far as I remain in Him. 

The regulations of the Law are no longer a guide to me. I am led by the Holy

Spirit now. 

Sin, which was awakened by the Law, is no longer a factor in my justification

or my righteousness. In Jesus, the Law has been destroyed in terms of my justifica-

tion. I am no longer considered a sinner in the e yes of God. Therefore, why would

I want to turn to the Law for justification and thus become a sinner again? 

I, through the Law, died to the Law, so that I may live for God. I am cruci-

fied with Christ. It is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me. And the life that

I now live, I live by the faith of the Son of God, who showed His love for me by

becoming my sin substitute. All that I am (in righteousness, justification, redemp-

tion, etc.) is in Him. 

I absol u tely ref u se to set aside this wo n d erful gra ce and tu rn ba ck to the

Law, wh i ch produ ced in me spiri tual death. Je sus did not die for me in vain! My

ri gh te ousness does not come throu gh the good deeds ou t l i n ed in the Law, but by

Je sus alone!

Resurrection in my life. I am a partaker of His sufferings. I am fully identified

with Him in His death so that His resurrection life can flow in and through me.

I will not allow anyone to take me cap tive through deceptive philosophies, 

which are rooted in human traditions and the basic p rinciples of this world rather

than on Christ. The ways of the spirit are above the ways of the world, and it is

by the spirit that I have chosen to live; for as in Christ all the fullness of the

Godhead dwells in bodily form, through my identification with Him I have been

given that very same fullness. In Him, I have all of the fullness of the Godhead

dwelling within me in bodily form.

I was once dead in the uncircumcision of my sinful nature, but God brought

me to life together with Christ. He forgave me, at that time, of all of my sins,first

to last, having cancelled the written code, with its regulations that proved my

guilt. He took it all away and nailed it to the cross! 

On my behalf, He disarmed the principalities and powers and made a public

spectacle of them, triumphing over them through the cross. 

W h en I made Je sus the Lo rd of my life , He lifted the bu rd en of the Law fro m

my shou l d ers; for Je sus has fulfill ed the Law and set it aside, and all that He did

has be en cred i ted to my accou n t . Now every time Satan acc u ses me, God can justly

s ay that the pen a l ty of wh a tever pa rt of the Law I may have broken does not apply

to me anym o re , be c a u se I am not under the rule of the Law, but under gra ce !

Spirit now. 

Sin, which was awakened by the Law, is no longer a factor in my justification

or my righteousness. In Jesus, the Law has been dest royed in terms of my justifica-

tion. I am no longer considered a sinner in the eyes of God. Therefore, why would

I want to turn to the Law for justification and thus become a sinner again? 

I, through the Law, died to the Law, so that I may live for God. I am cruci-

fied with Christ. It is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me. And the life that

I now live, I live by the faith of the Son of God, who showed His love for me by

becoming my sin substitute. All that I am (in righteousness, justification, redemp-

tion, etc.) is in Him. 

I absol u tely ref u se to set aside this wo n d erful gra ce and tu rn ba ck to the

Law, wh i ch produ ced in me spiri tual death. Je sus did not die for me in vain! My

ri gh te ousness does not come throu gh the good deeds ou t l i n ed in the Law, but by

Je sus alone!

I am redeemed from such s evere famine that my only food would be my own

sons and daughters. 

I am redeemed from the strife that is caused by having all of my belongings

taken from me. 

I am redeemed from every sickness and plague that has a long duration. 

I am redeemed from every disease that is brought upon the world. 

I am redeemed from known sicknesses and unknown sicknesses. 

I am redeemed from every sickness that has ever been or e ver will be. 

I am redeemed from being evicted from my land. 

I am red e em ed from mysel f and my loved ones being sc a t tered and sen t

i n to slavery. 

I am redeemed from having no rest from my labors. 

I am redeemed from exhaustion in my heart [literally], my eyes, my mind, 

and my spirit. 

I am redeemed from having my life hang in doubt so that I do not know

what the future holds for me.

Seeing there-
fore it remaineth that some must enter therein, and they to whom it was first
preached entered not in because o f unbelief: Again, he limiteth a certain day, 
saying in David, To day, after so long a time; as it is said, To day if ye will hear
his voice, harden not your hearts. For if Jesus had given them rest, then would
he not afterward have spoken of another day. There remaineth therefore a rest
to the people of God. For he that is entered into his rest, he also hath ceased
from his own works, as God did  from his. Let us labour therefore to enter into
that rest, lest any man fall after the same example of unbelief. For the word of
God is  quick, and powerful, and sharper than any twoedged sword, piercing
even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, 
and is  a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart. Neither is there any
creature that is not manifest in his sight: but all things are  naked and opened
unto the eyes of him with whom we have to do. Seeing then that we have a great
high priest, that is passed into the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast

our  profession. For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the
feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet  with-
out sin. Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may
obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.

I fully realize that I will not be able to enter into God’s rest if I do not

believe, for is it through faith that I ha ve assurance and confidence in this life. If I

allow doubt and unbelief to enter in, I open the door for all kinds of fear, anxiety

and turmoil to ent er in as w ell. 

Therefore, my heart’s concern is to hold fast to G od’s promise so that I will

not fall short of entering into His rest. 

The message I have heard is of no value to me unless I combine it with faith. 

Now, it is through my belief that I have entered into His rest. God once said, “I

have sworn in My wrath: They shall not enter into my rest,” speaking of those
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who refused to believe in His finished work, even though signs, wonders and mir-

acles were performed in their p resence to testify to it. Therefore, if I do not ac cept

the fact that all of His works concerning this world,and me, were established

from the foundation of this world, and that through believing they become a pres-

ent fact in my life, I will not enter into His rest either. 

There remains,then, a Sabbath rest for me in Jesus. And as God rested on the

seventh day, I also rest from my own work. I do not t ry to earn my way into God’s

favor and blessings. They are already mine to receive through faith. I am very

eager to enter into His rest through the avenue of faith. I will not forget that the

only way I can enjoy this rest is through the Apostle and High Priest of my confes-

sion: Christ Jesus my Lord. Therefore, if I wish to enter His rest, I must believe in

His promise and speak it into my life. When I do this, my High Priest takes my

confession before the throne of God and sees to it that I have what I say. 

I consider the promise of God to be true in my life no matter what the cir-

cumstance may be. I rest in full assurance of faith that God is well able to do

what He has promised; for the Word of God is living and active within me. It is

sharper than any two-edged sword and is able to even penetrate the boundaries of

my spirit, soul and body—it judges the thoughts and intents of my heart. 

Nothing about me is hidden from God’s sight. Everything is uncovered and

laid bare before Him to whom I must give account. 

Therefore, since I have a Great High Priest (Jesus, the Son of God, my elder

brother and my Lord) who has entered the heavenly temple on my behalf, I will

hold firmly to my confession o f faith without wavering or giving in to the circum -

stances; for I do not have a High Priest who is unable to sympathize with my

weaknesses, but one who was tempted in every way that I am and yet remained

victorious. By Him, I can now approach the very throne of God, the throne of

grace, with boldness and confidence, without the slightest sense of inadequacy

whatsoever, so that I can obtain His mercy and supernatural ability to help me in

my time of need. 

In Jesus, the way has been opened for me to freely receive God’s help in any

and every circumstance I find myself in. It doesn’t matter if it is my fault or not, 

for by His grace (unmerited, undeserved favor) He has given me His Word that

He will help me and put me back on my feet.

These responses are centered in a person’s own right-
eousness and not the righteousness that is acceptable to God. 
The Word tells us that Jesus has now become our righteousness and that in
Him we are the very righteousness of God. Romans 5:17 tells us that righteous-
ness is God’s free gift to us. It is the only right eousness we should ever claim. If
you are in Christ, never, never, never try to establish your own righteousness
with God. That is completely contrary to God’s will and nullifies the grace that
He has given you. You need to engraft the truth into your spirit that you are
already the righteousness of God in Christ Jesus. 
These promises speak for themselves. Meditate on them and then accept
the position that God has given you.

Then one glorious day while I was walking the downtown plaza enjoying
my usual rejections, I heard my name being called from several yards away. My
wife and her partner were sitting on a park bench with an intelligent looking
gentleman in his forties. When I got there, my wife explained to me that he had
several questions that she and her partner were unable to adequately answer. 
The questions were the typical, “What about evolution? How do you know the
Bible is true? How do you know that Jesus really was raised from the dead?” 
among others. 
I sat with this man for about half an hour answering every question he had. 
I was in my element. I was so smooth, confident, and relaxed. The man finally
told me that no one had ever given him answers that made so much sense. Then
I asked him if he would like to receive Jesus as his Lord and Savior. And guess
what? He said no. 
My point is that being a soul winner does not necessarily mean that you are
going to be praying the sinner’s prayer with hundreds of people. You may only
personally lead a handful to the Lord. But you have your gift. You may be the
one who plants the seeds, or maybe you will do the watering. Or maybe you are
a harvester like my late wife. One is not ab ove the other. All are soul winners. 
I want you to recognize, dear brother, that you are a soul winner, and God
is using you every day in some way to bring souls into His Kingdom.
