I N T RO D U C T I O N
We all want to do our best for  God, but we sometimes forget that our
best can only be a chieved with  God. 
As I was praying over this book, I sensed the Lord telling me to just
share my heart. 
I want to tell you that I know the heart of God toward you.  His eyes never
leave you. He holds you close to His chest and sets your dwelling place
between His shoulders. He is passionate f or your fellowship and wants you
to have all the best things in life. If you catch even a glimpse of His love for
you, the power of fear will be broken over you forever. I want to see our
Father rejoice over your success. I want to sense His gladness as you break
the bonds of poverty and dance into the realm of prosperity. I want to see
the church arise and become the body they were intended to be. 
The truths found in this book are the avenue of financial blessing in
your life. However, if left on the page,they will do you no good.I know that
from experience. No matter how much we b elieve, it does us no good if we
do not put it into practice.God sets a choice before all of us. We can choose
His way and be blessed, or we can remain in the realm of the curse. It all
comes down to a choice.Stop right now and think about that. What will you
choose? Tell the Father right now that from here on out you will choose to
take Him at His Word. Make your choice an unwavering one. Make your
choice in the face of all of your circumstances. No matter what things look
like, what you feel like, or what you’ve experienced in life, you will believe. 
Don’t read another word until you have that settled in your heart. 
The first thing that we need to remember is that God intends for us to
use His Word as our steadfast guide. I believe in the power of the Word and
that it is the only avenue with which God produces miracles in our lives. It
is alive and powerful and sharper than any two-edged sword. It is spirit and
it is life. Therefore, it is my sincere and resolute belief that the Bible is the
only foundation for successful prayer.

I don’t think that any of us should b elieve for things that aren’t found
in the Word. That makes it too much of a guessing game. We end up
praying, “Lord, if it be Thy will, please give me….” Then we walk away not
really knowing if God wants us to have it or not. We hope He does, but we
have no foundation to give any substance to that hope. There is no certainty
in it. That means it has no faith value and cannot be pleasing to God. (Heb. 
11:1-6.) Therefore,in order for our prayers to be successful, we should know
of a certainty that God wants us to have what we are praying for. 
My study of the Word has led me to believe that Go d loves it  when his
kids have a lo t  of money. What breaks His heart is when they have it but
refuse to do good with it. He blesses us, not only for our sakes, but for the
sake of others. We are blessed to be a blessing. (Gen. 12:1-3.)
I believe the reason most Christians do not prosper is because of either
selfishness or self-righteousness. 
The selfish are only seeking blessings for themselves. They have a
“That’s mine!”mentality and never a thought for how they can bless others
with what they receive. It’s hard for them to take in the big picture and see
why God wants them to be blessed. God is conforming us to be just like
Him. Does He ever say, “No! That’s mine!”? No, He freely gives us all things
to enjoy. He wants us to live in comfort and prosperity just like He does,and
He wants us to share what we are given so that others can experience His
goodness as well. 
Then there are the self-righteous. These individuals do not see that they
are living in the time of God’s grace. They are doing everything they can to
receive God’s blessings but come up short because they are trusting in their
works. When they don’t receive, they think that ma ybe they haven’t prayed
enough or that sin has cancelled their blessing. In reality, they have fallen
from grace by turning to the Law. (Gal. 5:4.) It is important that we under-
stand that God’s blessings come to us by grace through faith and not
because we are living right.Of course we need to live right, but that does not
make us right, or keep us right, with God. Every blessing of God comes to
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us because of Jesus alone and not by our works. That is exactly why we pray
in His  name. 
So the questions are raised, what exactly does  God want us to have, and
how should we pray over our finances? I believe the Word gives us the
perfect balance. We should pray according to what God has promised. 
Furthermore, we should pray in accordance with everything  that He has
promised and not just those areas that our itching ears like to hear. 
As you read the promises in this book, I think you will come to agree
with me that God is only concerned with whom we are serving and what our
motives are in that service. So many people in the church are serving money, 
and they don’t even know it. We need to renew our minds and put an end
to such misplaced allegiance. We need to stop trusting in money and under-
stand that if we are relieved when we get money, then we are in reality prais-
ing and honoring it. Our relief should be found in the promise of God and
not in the receiving of money. 
Money is just a tool to achieve a pur pose. It is God’s gift to you. Don’t
praise the gift—praise the giver. Don’t glorify the gift—glorify the giver. 
Don’t serve the gift—serve the giver. If you trust and serve money, you will
live a life of fear and uncertainty; but if you trust and serve God, you wil l
live a life of peace, contentment, and security. 
The devil has duped so many people in the area of money. If he can’t
get us to be afraid of not having it, he tries to get us to be afraid of having
it. Loving  money is the root of all evil but having  money is not. Used as a
tool, it often provides the solution to our problems. As Solomon said, 
“Money answers all things.” (Eccl. 10:19.) The problem, as always, is in the
heart of the holder. God doesn’t have a problem with giving us money if our
heart is in the right place. 
Never allow your financial circumstances to cause you to be afraid in
any way. No matter what situation you are in, God is still God. He is your
provider and caregiver. He is your loving Father, and you are His child.Your
faith should be completely in Him and not in what your bank account looks
like or what is going on in the stock market. If your finances ever make you
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nervous, you are showing that your faith is not in God. We all need to have
the attitude that Paul had when he said that even if all that he had were
taken from him, he would still possess all things. (2 Cor. 6:10.) He fully
understood that as an heir of God, his provision would never fail. 
That b rings me to my final point. To prepare you for these prayers, I
want to remind you of who you really are. It is imperative that you under-
stand that you are a prince, or princess, in the Royal Family of God. You
have an address in heaven. As a child of God, you are not of this world but
you are born from above. You have forces working on your behalf that
others can’t even fathom. This is not who you are going to be. This is who
you are right now. Your inheritance is more vast and wonderful than you
can possibly imagine. This very moment you have more riches than any bil-
lionaire on the planet. As a matter of fact, all of the material things that the
wealthy of the world are now enjoying actually belong to your  Father. They
may be gathering it all up, but what they have gathered, you  will possess! 
Keep all of this in mind, because in this life there is another reality that
cannot be escaped. It is a reality that many preachers choose to ignore. That
reality is this: even though you are not of  the world, you are still in  the world, which means that you are subject to the tribulations of the world. Some of
you may have lost your jobs, or maybe your house is about to be foreclosed
on. You may be about to reap a harvest from unfaithful seeds that you have
sown. Or—and this is the most troubling of all—maybe you’ve done your
very best; you’ve done all that you know to do and have stayed in faith, but
things still seem to be falling apart around you. No matter what you are up
against, remember who you are. You are a child of the King and live in a
reality that is far above what the natural eye can see. Your provision is still
there.I’m not saying to believe for the bad things to happen, but don’t worry
about it if they do. Know in your heart that you can never be overcome by
the things of this world. You cannot be destroyed because God Himself is
upholding you with His right hand. 
Whatever your circumstance may be, when you picked up this book the
tide turned. You have made the move that will set things back in your favor. 
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You see, your Father has not willed that you be weighed down by tribula-
tions. By faith you can overcome them. As you pray these promises, provi-
sion will be set in motion. You will begin to see changes around you. If they
take your house or car, you will not be concerned or afraid. You know the
One in whom you have put your trust. You are content within your present
situation because you know that your Lord is with you. He will never leave
you nor forsake you. That is what gives you the edge at all times and in every
circumstance. That is what makes you a winner. That is what places you
among the elite of the world. If you will stand in faith, before this thing is
over, the world will look upon you with wonder and envy because of the
abundance that has been poured into your life. 
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H OW T O U S E T H I S B O O K
In this book there are hundreds of Scripture verses that deal with how
to receive your financial miracle. Meditate on them.Speak them to yourself. 
Ask your Father to enlighten the eyes of your und erstanding. Know them
thoroughly and do them r eligiously. 
Each Scripture is followed by a prayer and a Declaration of Faith based
upon the g iven verse. Read the Scrip ture verse to build your faith, pray the
prayer from your heart, and speak the Declaration of Faith aloud as a posi-
tive affirmation of that promise for your life. 
Each prayer is a relationship prayer. They speak to God on a very per-
sonal level. They will bring you into closeness with your Father. You will be
at His very throne pouring your heart out to Him. Elaborate all you want. 
Tell Him how you feel, how much you love Him and ap preciate all that He
has done. Stay in faith and know that He is with you at all times. 
You will notice that each Declaration of Faith is fully cross-referenced. 
Each of these references are added so you can understand how the verse har-
monizes with the overall message of the Bible. For instance, we may read
Genesis 13:2 and see how Abraham was rich in livestock and gold, but not
see how that applies to us. Therefore, the cross-references of Galatians 3:6-
14, etc., are added so we can see that we are to be blessed in the same ways
that Abraham was blessed. These cross-references are extremely powerful in
establishing key concepts of the Word into our lives. The Bible says, in the
mouth of two or three credible witnesses let every word be established. 
(Deut.19:15.) Therefore,each personalized text is complete with at least two
establishing cross-references. 
It is important that you do not skip over the Word and go straight t o
the prayers and declarations-—they are not what will generate faith. Faith
comes by hearing and meditating on the Word. If you only pray the prayers
and speak out the d eclarations, you will hinder your harvest. 
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It is also important that you pray and speak out the entire book. You
don’t have to do it in one sitting, in a day, or in a week, just be consistent. 
You need to get a clear view of God’s purpose in your finances. If you read, 
pray, and speak out the p romises in Genesis and never get to Proverbs, you
will miss some of the most important concepts that God wants you to know
and thus hinder your financial harvest. You must realize that this is not a
magic t rick. It is a process. It is a system. It is a pattern of living that puts
God first in all things. It is a way of living that opens the floodgates of abun-
dance into your life. 
Now re ad the prom i s e s , pray the prayers , and speak aloud the
Declarations o f Faith from your heart. Fellowship with your Father. Don’t
hold anything back. Tell Him how you feel. Tell Him what frustrates you and
how much you need His help. Commit your way to Him completely. Choose
to believe. Don’t waiver. Don’t allow doubt to hinder you. Even if the doubts
come, and they will come, don’t dwell on them or let them get you down. 
Your seed is still out there. Your periods of doubt will never destroy the
seeds you have sown in faith. Don’t listen to Satan’s lies. You have not lost a
thing. God will restore all that he has taken. Remove the doubt and stand in
faith once again. Your harvest is coming. You are about to see miracles
happen. You have your Father’s Word on it!
