  Dear Boys and Girls,


   This little Booklet is dedicated and written to and for you. I hope you will read it and think about it, and may God bless you.


  Part One - Who?


   Nights in Guyana are really beautiful. If you were to look up into the sky, you would see countless stars. Countless is really a good way of describing the many stars, for there are billions of stars; they cannot be counted. They are beautiful but how did they come about? Who put them there? Who made them?


   It is easy to look at your watch and to answer the question, who made it? Why! The watchmaker. To look at a car and to answer, the carmakers made it. To look at a table and say, the carpenter made it. How did the carpenter make the table? Out of wood. Where did the wood come from? From trees. Where did the trees come from? They grew as plants from out of the earth. How did they grow from out of the earth? Well, because chemicals in the earth fed the seedlings with food which produced the trees. Where did the chemicals come from? And there we are back at Square One, who made the first chemicals? And the answer is not Man but God!


   What do I mean when I say God made them? I mean they came into existence because God was responsible. In the same way God is responsible for the smallest or greatest life. Just look at His marvelous ingenuity, if our earth were nearer the sun, what would happen? We would burn up. If we were further away, we would all die of cold; but we are correctly placed at a correct tilt of the earth so we are able to get seasons in some parts of the world. We in Guyana being near to the equator, we enjoy the benefit of warmth all during the year.


   Boys and Girls, you are going to meet some 'clever' people who think that they are more clever than they really are, and if you told them about god making these things, they would say, "Oh no, life started from a one-cell creature."


   Now, let us examine this. A single cell is made up of molecules and the molecules in turn are made up of thousands of atoms. Eminent scientist Charles Eugene Guye once calculated that the accidentally putting together of the atoms to provide a single protein molecule on earth might happen once in millions of billions of years. but he goes on, if that did happen, then what would we have? We would have one molecule, which would be one dead molecule.


   In other words, if by chance we could produce one cell, it would be a dead cell. How could that cell ever become alive or produce life such as you know it today? Put all the scientists together, give them all the money in the world, and say produce life in one dead cell, and they could never do it. In short, the only answer to life, to all creation, is God


  THE ANSWER


   When I was eight or nine years old, I remember going to my Mother and saying: "Mother, you have told me that God made me, tell me Mother who made God?" Her answer is the one which I give you. "Son, if I knew who made God," she said, "Then I myself would be God." "You see God is infinite."


   What is infinite? Think of something which has no beginning and which has no end. Your mind finds it difficult to imagine that, because that would be thinking about infinity, whereas our minds are finite, that is, our minds are limited. We understand a mile, ten miles; we have some concept of a thousand miles - but infinity is beyond our understanding. So we do not seek to give human answers as to who or what or why about God. We accept God as the maker of all things. And when we do so everything else falls into place.


   Now, how does God Himself explain His own presence? He said, He made the universe and as from that moment time began. In other words, a minute after He created the universe we could rightly say the universe is one minute old; but before He created the universe God was already there. That is, God was there before time began to run. Let us put it another way. God is beyond or outside of time; truly, God was begotten not made.


   One of the greatest scientists of all times was Sir Isaac Newton. He had a friend who did not believe in God, and one day his atheist friend visited him and said: "Isaac, what is that model you have over there?" He pointed to a model of the entire constellation showing stars, the moon, and the earth moving around it as one turned a wheel. "How ingenious," said his friend. "Who made it?" "No one," replied Newton, His friend smiled and nodded his head. "Someone must have made it, who?" Newton said, "You don't believe God made this great big world, yet this puny little model you insist must be made by someone."


   So many of us are like Newton's friend, we see the wonders of God all around us, we accept the wonders, but not He who is responsible for them.


   Another one of his friends once said to Sir Isaac Newton, "If you could show me God, I would believe." Newton replied, "You do not see the wind but you know it is there as you feel its presence. You cannot see electricity but you cannot deny it is very much there. You cannot see God, but walk into a garden, look up into the sky, and if you are truthful, you must confess to be conscious of His presence. You see the wonders of His words all around you. Yet you want more and more proof."


   How right Newton was. You know when he was an old man and people were paying homage to his brilliant scientific mind and his wisdom, Newton made a remark which will always be remembered: "I am as a child on the sea-shore picking up pebbles here and shells there, but the great ocean of truth still lies before me. I know so little God's mysteries."


  FAITH


   Yet in the final analysis before the acceptance of God by every man, woman or child, there must be faith. God does not ask us to act blindly. There is a Book which He inspired, there is a Book which is God-breathed, there is a Book which is a Book of Truth, and if we were to read it, we would find therein the answers to all of our questions. It is God's own Book- The Holy Bible. A little later on I shall tell you more about this Book.


   When God made man, His idea was that man should be made after His likeness, after His image. He wanted man to live and be happy. God did not wish man to be like a table or a box which you might make, which belongs to you, but there is no feel, no reaction from it. He wanted man to have a sense of feelings. He wanted man to feel His love and to return that love. In other words, He wanted to create a state of mutual affection. He gave man the feeling of sensitivity and then He gave him that gift which we all possess, freedom of choice. As you are reading this book, if you wanted to close it, and to run outside, and to jump into a trench, and have a swim, no one could stop you, because you have the freedom to do as you would wish to do.


   God gave man that choice, because He did not wish man to be a robot. Man abused the freedom of choice and Adam whom God first made chose SIN. The story of Adam and Eve once denied by clever Alecs, is today being accepted by more and more persons and men of science.


   The Adam and Eve story deals primarily with who made man, rather than the how or the why. So the answer to our caption question...Who? Is one word....God!


   Adam had the divine attributes of Love, Wisdom, Justice and Power. He was a living soul. He was informed of the penalty for disobedience. "If you eat of the fruit of the tree of knowledge...you will positively die." Adam disobeyed God, and when brought to trial, instead of showing sorrow or regret, he attempted to justify himself. This was the tragic start Adam gave the human race. Sin, suffering and death were acquired by us because of his transgression.


   But God in His wisdom and love provided another man, His only begotten Son, Jesus, so all mankind could regain Paradise and everlasting life..."For just as in Adam all are dying, so also in Christ all will be made alive," - John 3:16, 18; Roman 6:23; 1 Cor. 15: 22, 45, 47.


  Part Two - Jesus the Divine


   A man called Jesus did live on earth. He is as much a historical character as was Henry VIII or Charles Dickens.


  He lived on earth for 33 years and His life forms the central theme of the New Testament. Jesus Himself spoke of a pre-human life and that He was sent to be born of a virgin, Blessed Mary. This was foretold some 750 years before the birth of Christ, in Isaiah 7:14 "Therefore the Lord Himself shall give you a sign; behold, a Virgin shall conceive, and bear a son, and they shall call his name Immanuel." Meticulous details of His birth are given in the Old Testament and with such accuracy that they could only have been divine prophecies foretelling the birth of Jesus. Jesus lived for a mere matter of 33 years on earth. If He were just a good man or a Prophet after 2000 years He would have been barely remembered, but Jesus was more than a Prophet. He was begotten not made, like God His father His divinity is evidenced and proven.


   Let us look at His life on Earth which has influenced millions and millions of lives. He was not born of high estate. He was not born a King. On the contrary, His birth took place in a manger. King Herod was so disturbed by His birth that he ordered all children, 2 years and under, to be put to death. Look, also, at Isaiah 9:6 "For unto us a child is born, and the Government shall be upon His shoulder, and His name shall be called Wonderful, Counsellor, Father, The Prince of Peace." Yes, Isaiah, hundreds of years before His birth foretold that Jesus would be our Counsellor, Father and Prince of Peace. What else was foretold in the Old Testament?


   The flight into Egypt was foretold; the place of His birth was foretold. The Old Testament foretold His deity and in the New Testament Jesus Himself proclaimed His deity.


   You see dear boys and girls the Bible is made up of the Old Testament and the New Testament. In the Old Testament the first record was made during the days of David about 1000 B.C. and comprises some 39 books. These ancient Scrolls in which the writings were faithfully copied and written thereon were all in existence hundreds and hundreds of years before the birth of Christ. The writers were God inspired. Now it is that Old Testament which records:


   (a) the coming of Jesus 483 years after a certain event and this did come to pass.


   (b) The village of His birth was named. The family line in which He would be born, was given. The Old Testament did much more than this, having proclaimed Jesus as the Son of God, the Holy Ones inspired by God foretold the very day, the month and the time of His death. Further, the manner of His death was described in great detail.


   The last Book of the Old Testament to be written was the Book of Malachi which was written 400 years before the birth of Christ. Even the most diabolical disbelievers all concede that the entire Old Testament was completed long before Jesus Christ was born, hence, all these events connected with His birth and life and death could only be explained if one accepted that the Old Testament was, and is, the inspired word of God and that God Himself, revealed ahead of time events which would happen, and which did happen.


   We lose sight of the fact that when the Gospels of Matthew, Mark, Luke and John were written there were people of that day and age who could check on the Old Testament which would confirm or deny the details which had been set out in the New testament. Instead all was confirmed.


  HIS TEACHINGS


   Jesus did live on earth. This is a fact, and what was it that He taught to the peoples of Galilee, Samaria and Judea? He preached Love. Always was Love to the forefront. "Love your neighbour as yourself." "Love ye one another even as I have loved you." In the three years of His Ministry this man who was no Doctor healed the sick and the maimed. He was no psychiatrist, yet He healed the minds of the disturbed, the waves obeyed Him and even the dead came back to Life.


   Read the Gospels, read the Gospel of St. John and in it there are the basics of life and living. Jesus was no warrior, yet 2000 years later millions serve under His banner. He was no song writer, yet countless songs are written of Him. He was no author, yet countless books are written about Him. Truly this was no mere mortal.


   During the bare 3 years of His teachings, He foretold His death, He foretold His resurrection and He foretold His coming again. What was the reason you may ask for His coming on Earth? He came to suffer and to bear our Sins. He came to give His life not just for His friends, but also for His enemies. He came to offer Himself as a sacrifice, to the end that all who believe in Him should not perish but have Life Everlasting. He came to atone for the Sins of all mankind that we, one day, could inherit Eternal Life.


   He was the only perfect man. He lived no lies. He was pure. He was understanding and kind. He ate and drank with Sinners and when a woman caught in adultery was brought before Him, the judicial verdict was that she should be stoned, but Jesus quietly said to her accusers...."Let him without sin cast the first stone," and they all slunk away. Then Jesus turned to the woman and said, "Where are your accusers?" They had gone. So He said to her, "Go your way and sin no more."


   Read the Gospels 1000 times, and on the 1001st time you will find something new and beautiful which you had previously missed. Read of the agony in the Garden of Gethsemane and the mockery of His trial; read of His crucifixion and see whether any man ever suffered as He did. Yet forget not that at any stage when He was spat upon, reviled, mocked and scourged so that His body bled and the crown of thorns bored deeply into His forehead; at any time He could have called His angels to destroy the forces of Pilate and wipe out His false accusers, the Sadducees and Pharisees and the High Priests. Yet from His lips came not angry words of revenge, but those immortal words--"Father, forgive them for they know not what they do."


   There alone, deserted by His disciples, denied by His bravest followers, in isolation lonely, physically and mentally beset, He was crucified. The most blatant unforgivable murder of all history.


  THE END? NO!


   Was this to be the end? Here was a good man, now without friends and and followers--crucified. His disciples in complete disarray. Maybe if He were just a man, history would give Him a few lines and then with time His memory would grow dim.


   But is this what happened? No! The disciples who had fled and denied Him came together again. They defied the powers of mighty Rome. They preached His resurrection. His what? His resurrection? Yes. For He did come from His grave. He lived with them. He walked. He talked. He ate with them. He remained forty days on Earth before being taken to Heaven. He was seen by all. They touched Him. He was seen by Peter and by more than 500 on one occasion.


   Finally, before He went away, before His ascension, He admonished them to go to the ends of the world and preach the Good News that He would return when there will be no longer pain and distress and sorrow and all who accepted Him as Christ, as the Son of God would enjoy Life Everlasting.


  Part Three - Jesus Lives


   Indeed dear boys and girls, it was the return of Christ from the grave, alive, resurrected, which provided the focal point for the cohesion of His disciples. This had been foretold. This had now come to pass. Death was conquered. And Jesus promised that just as how He triumphed over the grave, all of us, you and I who die will arise one day to die no more.


   Speak of death to the young and they think in terms of old people dying, but never themselves. Death is an occurrence that to each man seems unnatural when related to himself, but natural when related to others. All of us would like to ignore death, and yet all of us must face it. Death knows no age limit, no partiality. Truly as the writer-states in the letter to the Hebrews (9:27) -- "It is appointed unto men once to die." Yes, that is one appointment we all must keep.


   There are some searching and penetrating words written by St. Paul (1 Cor. 15, 17-18) which provide the base of Christianity.


   "If Christ had not been raised, your faith is futile and you are still in your sins, and those who have fallen asleep in Christ have perished."


   If Jesus had not conquered death, Jesus would have been remembered as a good man whose life was exemplary, but not as Jesus the Divine, the Son of God; there would have been no Christianity. It is His return from the grave on the third day which identifies His deity. This was the Son of God who lived, suffered for us, and made the supreme sacrifice. This is the big and vital difference between Jesus and Mahommed and all the Prophets of other Religions. He returned from the grave. He was resurrected. He conquered Death.


   What effect did His resurrection have on those who were alive at that time? Well, let us take the case of Peter. Peter was human. He was strong, yet he was weak. He rose to the highest pinnacle of expectations, only to fail when he denied Jesus.


   It was a sad Peter who left the courtyard, when the cock crowed. He had denied his master and his friend, yet after the resurrection his weaknesses are gone. Now, the man of sand was truly a rock, and his character asserted itself. It was Peter the leader.


   In Acts 2:31 in his first public statement, Peter spoke of the resurrection of Christ (Acts 2:31) "This Jesus hath God raised up, whereof we all are witnesses." Yes, Peter used the plural, "We, all are witnesses," because the people to whom he was speaking had themselves witnessed the Christ crucified and then the Christ resurrected.


   Later, when Peter and John were arrested and told -- "Speak no more of this man Jesus, or you will be made to suffer." He replied, "Whether is it right in the eyes of the Lord to listen to you rather than God?" On another occasion he pointed out the great honour which it was to suffer for Jesus. We today fight shy of confrontation. We are loathe to suffer any indignity or to suffer any physical ill-treatment because of our religious beliefs. Yet, many Christians in hostile lands stand up for their beliefs and proclaim Christ as the Saviour of Mankind, remembering the words of Peter. "We rejoice that we are counted worthy to suffer dishonour in the name of Jesus."


   Yes, Peter had matured into a Leader. He had a loving heart. No matter how many time he had fallen and failed, he always recovered his courage and integrity. Now with the resurrection he was reinforced and had become a dedicated servant and soldier of our Lord Jesus Christ.


   What was the end of Peter? How did he die? He died the death of a martyr on the Cross. Peter when sentenced to be crucified requested that he might be crucified head downward for he counted himself unworthy to die as his Lord who had died upright on the Cross. He pleaded that his crucifixion should be with his head down, and in that manner he died.


   So much for Peter, let us take another apostle, James the brother of Jesus. I select him as in the lifetime of Jesus he did not believe in Jesus (John 7:5), it is taught that James was jealous of Jesus. Indeed Jesus' family and friends in Nazareth were saying of Jesus that He was out of His mind, (Mark 3:4). Well, what happened after His resurrection? James, the skeptical one was now convinced and converted. He joined with the other apostles and became a devout follower.


   James wrote a letter in which he described himself as a "Slave of God and of the Lord Jesus Christ" (James 1:1) and he now speaks of his brother as "Our Lord Jesus Christ, the Lord of Glory" (James 2:l). Eventually, James, too, died a martyr. He was stoned to death because of his belief.


  INSPIRATION


   An so on and one we can go following the careers of the other disciples and such doughty soldiers of Christ, as Paul. They who because they had seen Jesus after His resurrection had truly become His loyal followers, willing to die for Him who gave His life that we all might be saved.


  What you may ask was the inspiration, the motive force behind their zeal? What was the inspiration? It was firstly that Jesus had Himself conquered death and had come from the grave to die no more; but that was not all. He had told them that His father's home had many mansions and that He was going to prepare a place for them, and that He would return, and that when He returned the dead and the living would all be caught up to join Him and then those who believed in Him would enjoy Life Everlasting.


   Let us remember God's promise to all mankind when speaking directly to John in Revelation 21:4--"There will be no more death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain; for the former things are passed away, and He said unto me 'Write for these words are true and faithful'."


   One of the questions which one is often asked is--there are many Bibles of different religions, are they different? There is the Mohammedian Koran, the Buddhist canon of Sacred Scripture, the Zoroastrians Zendavesta, and the Brahman Vedas. I feel the answer is in this wise. We Christian respect these religions and their holy books, but the Bible is radically different from them. It is the only Book that offers man redemption. It is the only Book that reveals Jesus the Divine, the Son of God. More than thirty authors over 1600 years have compiled the Bible. They acted as channels for God's dictation. God gave them divine inspiration to write the sixty-six Books of the Bible, and the Bible is centered around the first coming of Christ, the Son of God, the birth and life of Christ and the second coming or return of Christ.


   All of the prophesies in the Bible have been fulfilled. The one which is yet to be fulfilled is the return of Christ. Jesus said: "Watch therefore for ye know neither the day nor the hour wherein the Son of man cometh." Again in Mark 13:33 "Watch and pray for ye know not when the Master of the house cometh....and I say unto you, I say unto all, watch."


   We live in a world dominated by money and materialism. Our one goal is acquisition of goods and chattels and money.


  Today in a world filled with vice and corruption, Nations and Governments struggle for power, power the headiest of sins. We 'Man Almighty' eschew the things of God. Our preoccupation is of this world and in our list of priorities God is placed way down the list. In most cases the last.


   Let us take a brief moment off from things worldly and turn to the last Chapter of the last Book in the Bible. There we are warned five times that the Saviour is coming and is likely to come at any moment. Revelation 22:6--"the Lord God sent His Angels to show His servants the things which must shortly be done." Verse7--"Behold I come quickly." Verse 10--"For the time is at hand." Verse 12--And behold I come quickly and my reward is with me to give every man according as his work shall be." Finally in the last verse in the Bible, therein is written, "He which testifieth these things saith, surely, I come quickly, Amen. Even so come Lord Jesus."


  JESUS WILL RETURN


   If we were told in the Bible that in 1978 Jesus will return. My Goodness! this would be a very different world. People would be watchful, people would be more charitable. They would truly show Love for each other. Nations would exercise tolerance, understanding and Love. There would be peace. All of us would spend more time in Prayer and giving thanks to God for His infinite mercy and blessings. We would truly be watchful. Instead of giving God one hour out of a week of 168 hours, we would daily give Him many hours.


   Yes, if we knew the year, the month, the hour, we would all be watchful, be ready and prepared, anxiously awaiting His presence. Above all we would get our sense of priorities right and instead of God being at the bottom of our list of things, we must do and serve, we would humbly place Him first. Yet, because we know not the time of His coming, we let it ride. We seek the material, we pursue the attractions of his worldly existence and grudgingly dole out a few moments to God.


  BECAUSE HE SAID SO


   I agree we do not know the time, the year, the hour, but we do know Jesus will return because He said so. If we do not accept this, then we cannot accept Christ. We are not followers of Christ. We are not Christians.


   We fool ourselves, we feel we are charitable to others, we feel we support our church with our offerings and with this we smugly feel a sense of satisfaction. We are all self-delusionists. We kid ourselves. We neglect our prayers. We put off anything which savours of God and Religion for tomorrow.


   Other things are of greater urgency, more important. We forget that Christ is returning. He is returning when the dead and living may rejoin Him never to die again. He is the meditating link between ourselves (the dead and the living) and God. A sense of shame must surely enter our heart as we reflect: We leave undone the things we ought to have done. We keep excusing ourselves but we are self-convicted and guilty.


  CONCLUSION
