Chapter 1 Grace, our Legal Right
to Reign

As I minister around the world, via the Internet, in churches
and on the street I find two common prayer requests. These two
prayer requests seem to be the fruit of one root. This book
addresses those problems. The first prayer request I get lies with
a lack of understanding of what Jesus really did on the cross for
us. A lot of people get into condemnation, guilt, and shame and
feel worthless because of a sin. They are afraid of going to hell 
or missing the rapture. They want to know how to stop sinning
and seem powerless to stop. You see this happening every
Sunday when the pastor calls for people to “Repent at the alter
and get right with God”.  Christians get confused about being
saved and sin and working to “stay saved with right behavior” 
This leads me to the second issue I deal with when I minister to
people. The prayer request of being used by God, or having a 
ministry or walking in power. 

This book deals with how to stop working to stay saved and
instead live and walk in God’s SUPERNATURAL POWER. As
Christians we are to take authority and walk in dominion and
enforce what Jesus did on the cross. We are kings and have been
given a domain and authority to change the world. Our
mandate is to subdue and change things on earth like they are
in heaven, that is Gods will. This book will take you from 
feeling worthless, guilty, condemned, confused and shameful to
powerful, supernatural, free and full of joy.

The church needs to understand that she is the most powerful 
thing in the world. The church is to bring joy in every
circumstance, by enforcing all that Jesus accomplished on the
cross. We have the power in us to change any circumstances. We
were created for dominion, to live on earth like we will in 
heaven. When circumstances don’t line up with the finished
work on the cross then we as Christians are to enforce Gods will
on earth as it is in heaven. 

In these end times YOU & I will be the ones to bring the water
out of the rock and multiply the bread, replace body parts in the
sick, raise the dead and walk on water for our families, 
communities, and the lost. This is Gods Joy, Justice & Liberty
and it is for all people. In order for you to walk in that power
that Jesus purchased with His blood you need to understand
what God says about justice. Let’s start with the purpose that
God created man.


Gods Reason for Creating Man

When God created man He had a purpose and reason. Below is
part of why we were created.

1. You have made him to have dominion over the works of Your
hands;

2.  You have put all [things] under his feet, (Psa 8:7)
Wow that is pretty awesome. God created us to take dominion 
over everything He created. That means nature, animal, 
weather, our bodies, demons.   

God created man in His [own] image; …. (Gen 1:28) … said to
them,

3. "…fill the earth and subdue it; have dominion over…every
living thing that moves on the earth."

We are to subdue everything that gets out of Gods will. What
might that be you ask. If you are sick you subdue it and
command heath to your body. Jesus took all your sickness and
diseases on the cross so they wouldn’t have any power over
you. Enforce healing and health in your body! This book is
about what Jesus did on the cross and how to have dominion 
and enforce His finished work. We are not bossing God around,
God already did the finished work for us now we are to
command the devil, and spirits, weather, our bodies etc., to
obey what Jesus accomplished by the finished work on the
cross. Jesus ALREADY PAID for us to be healthy and healed
now we command it to be so. We do not ask for what He
already did and said was ours. We do not beg, God is not
holding it from us. We ENFORCE it with the authority given to
us IN CHRIST. God gave us all dominion as kings on the earth.
He wants His Kingdom (heaven’s government) to rule on earth, 
not Satan’s.

Dominion is a term used in a kingdom. A king is to reign, rule
and have dominion. God created us to rule as kings on earth but
we have fallen far from that. Thanks be to God who has placed
us back into our position as king in the kingdom of God by
what He accomplished in Christ. But first let me take you back
to the start of man’s fall so you can understand the power we
walk in now as redeemed by the blood of Jesus.

Man disobeyed God and fell from their place of authority. God
sent Jesus to pay the price to put man back into their position of 
authority and dominion. This Chapter is showing you how and
why you are now right with God and put back into the position 
of reigning and ruling on earth.

God’s intent in redeeming you was that now, through YOU, you
would show the wisdom of God and tell the rulers and
authorities (devils and demons) in the heavenly realms, what
His eternal purpose are that He accomplished in Christ Jesus. 
(Eph 3:10-11) In other words God has given you power and His
desire is that you would command everything that doesn’t line
up with His will to line up. But the problem is that most
Christians feel unworthy, sinful, condemned and shameful. 
When we miss the mark we know that we did wrong and the
devil makes us feel unworthy to do anything for God. It is very
important NOT to feel condemned. When we know where
condemnation comes from we will be able to walk in power and
authority.


Our Legal Right to Reign

Before we can walk in power we need to understand grace and
the finished work on the cross. In the Old Testament or
covenant were many laws; a covenant was a legal binding
contract. God made a covenant with Abraham and all his seed
(we are his seed).  All these laws had to be followed.  If you did
not follow these laws, or broke one of them, it was called sin 
and your blood was required. God made the system so that
instead of the blood of the sinner, they could offer the blood of 
certain animals.

The law (10 commandments) was for those who were under the
law in the old covenant, so that the whole world was held
accountable to God. (Rom 3:19), (Rom 3:20) 

But in the new covenant no one is righteous (made right with 
God and forgiven of their sins) by obeying the law. Instead the
law was given to makes us aware of sin that we needed a savior
because we COULDN’T always obey the law.  (Rom 3:21) But
righteousness, which is right standing with God came from 
God, not from OUR “doing” the law or “being good” but as a 
free gift of righteousness. (Rom 3:22) 

Righteousness or being right with God is as if we never sinned
and comes from God through faith in Jesus Christ to all who
believe. The only requirement is to believe in Jesus. There is no
difference between someone who is good or doing good things
or right things, because we (Rom 3:23) all have sinned by failing
to obey the law completely. So we get saved and stay saved by
faith in Jesus! By the way the 10 commandments are called, the
ministry of death, written [and] engraved on stones, (they are
the only law written on stone) (2 Co 3:7). But while we were still
sinners He has made alive together with Him, having forgiven
you all sins, having wiped out the handwriting of requirements
(law written on stone) that was against us. He has taken it out of
the way, having nailed it to the cross (showing us that it is
fulfilled). Having disarmed principalities and powers, He made
fulfilled). Having disarmed principalities and powers, He made

15). The devil used the breaking of THE LAW to condemn us
but Jesus took away what was condemning us by dying on the
cross.

Grace is something not earned by right behavior but It is a
gift given to us freely without anything due from us but
to believe in Christ Jesus. (Rom 3:25)

(Rom 3:24) We are justified, which is a legal term that means it is
just as if you have never sinned, comes freely by his grace. God
sacrificed Jesus in our place as payment for our sins so that
through faith in his blood our sins for our whole lifetime where
paid for. We are sinners because of Adam’s sin not because of 
our sin. Because we are sinners we sin. The same way we are
righteous when we receive all Jesus accomplished for us. It’s not
by our SELF-EFFORT but by what He did.

What does the Old Testament say about our guilt?

The old covenant sacrifices couldn’t pay for our sins, but Jesus
could by suffering all God’s wrath and punishment due to us. 
He paid the price to justify us. (Rom 3:26) 

He did it to demonstrate God’s justice for us today, so He could
make us right with Himself by our faith in Jesus and not OUR
works (Rom 3:27). This way there would not be boasting, we
couldn’t say we did it. We can’t boast that WE are forgiven and
on our way to heaven because WE observed the law. Instead
God gets credit because it is all by faith.   (Rom 3:28) We are
justified by faith, not from doing the law.  (Rom 3:30) and it is
God, who justifies us by faith.


Let’s look at an example: (Rom 4:2) 

If he( Abraham) was justified by works, he would have
something to brag about to other people, but he could not brag
to God because it is God that justified him (made Him debt-free
of sin), he didn’t earn it by right behavior but he got it by right
believing (faith). (Rom 4:3) 

For what does the Scripture say? "Abraham believed God, and it
was accounted to him for righteousness." (Rom 4:4) Think
about this, “Now to him who works he gets paid and that
payment is OWED him he worked for it, it is not given as grace
(FREE GIFT) but as debt OWED him”.   (Rom 4:5) When you do
not work or try to earn your salvation or right standing with 
God, but you simply believe in Jesus, He will take your
ungodliness and make you right with Him by your faith in 
Jesus.

So now in the New Covenant because we are no longer under
the law we don’t have God’s wrath, judgment or condemnation!
(Rom 4:6) David in the old covenant also describes the
blessedness of the man to whom God gives righteousness to
apart from works:  (Rom 4:7) "Blessed [are those] whose lawless
deeds are forgiven, and whose sins are covered; (Rom 4:8) 
Blessed [is the] man to whom the LORD shall not impute sin."
David shows us how blessed we are to have our sins forgiven
and not to have to earn it. God wants us to have a relationship
with Him instead of focusing on ourselves by trying to be good
enough. It is all about what Jesus did for us; not what we DO to
try to get right with God. God does not want us to live by the
law but by faith. (Rom 4:15) because the law brings about wrath,
judgment and condemnation, for where there is no law, there is
no transgression or breaking of the law. 

God is not saying it is okay to sin, He is saying all the legal 
judgment and wrath of God against sin, your sin has been 
satisfied by being put on Jesus! He took all of your punishment
(Is 53). God will never again punish you for any sin, because
Jesus took all your punishment. (Rom 4:16) Therefore [it is] of 
faith. 

When we believe God has done what He said, that is called
faith. When we are (Rom 4:21) fully convinced that what He had
promised He was also able to perform. (Rom 4:22) we are given
credit for righteousness. We are saved and stay saved by our
believing and not our works. Our part is to believe in Him and
receive all He did for us on the cross. Jesus paid the price for
our sins (Rom 4:25). He was delivered up to die on the cross
because of our sins and was raised from the dead because of our
justification (being made right before God).  Therefore, having
been justified by faith, we have peace with God through Jesus
because of what HE DID not because of what we did to earn it; 
this is called grace. (Rom 5:2) Through Jesus we have this grace
by faith or just by believing.   (Rom 5:8)

God demonstrates His own love toward us, in
that while we were STILL sinners, Christ died for
us.  (Rom 5:9)

Not only have we been justified by His blood, we shall be saved
from wrath through Him.  God will never punish us again for
our sins; Jesus took the wrath of God on Himself for us. (Rom 
5:10) When we were enemies we were drawn back to God so
that we can have a relationship with God through the death of 
His Son, now that we are no longer enemies we can be saved by
His life.  (Rom 5:11) And not only [that], but we can be glad we
are made right with God as if we never sinned and put back
into our position before the fall of man.  


How did sin and death enter the world?

The way that this sin entered the world was (Rom 5:12) through 
one man and death through sin, and then death spread to all 
men, because all sinned. (Rom 5:13) Man sinned before the law 
but because there was NO LAW their sins were not charged to
them. (Rom 5:14) But death reigned from Adam to Moses, even
over those who had not sinned because all born after Adam
were born into sin. (Rom 5:15) But the free gift of salvation from 
God is not like the offense. Because of one man's sin many died
but God’s gift is even better because it is a free gift called grace.
It is a gift, we didn’t earn it, and it was given through Jesus
Christ, to anyone who will receive it.  (Rom 5:16) The gift is not
like that which came through sin. Judgment resulted from 
Adam’s sin which resulted in condemnation, but the free gift
which came because of all our sins resulted in us being made
right in God’s eyes through Jesus. (Rom 5:17) Through one
man's offense death reigned but life reigned through Jesus so
that we now have the gift of grace and righteousness. When we
have these two things we will reign in life through Jesus Christ.

(Rom 6:14) For sin shall not have dominion over you, for 
you are not under law but under grace.

Because we are now under grace, sin does not have dominion 
over you, for you are not under law but under grace. (Rom 6:15)
You might be thinking what’s to keep us from sinning since we
are not under law but under grace?

(Rom 6:16) The answer to that is, whoever you obey you are
slave to and must obey.  Whether a slave of sin, which leads to
death, or of obedience, which leads to righteousness, you must
obey. Righteousness is a gift, not earned. If it’s earned it is not a 
gift it is a payment due and it then becomes about what you can
do and not what He has done! You become self-conscience and
it all becomes about what YOU can do and not about Him.
The new covenant makes you righteous through the blood of 
Jesus (2 Co 2:21). You become empowered to not sin through 
understand that Jesus made you right with God. When you
know this you begin to develop a powerful relationship with 
your Father God.

WHAT other things cause us NOT to sin if we are not
under the law? Or what makes us WANT to act godly?
1. Awake to righteousness and sin not (1 Co 15:34)

2. Goodness of God leads us to repentance (Rom 2:4)

3. The Holy Spirit is our teacher (John 14:26, John 16:12) He
guides us in all truths.

guides us in all truths.
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5. The anointing teaches us (1 John 2:27)

6. The law is written in our hearts (Jer 31:33)

7. Go and sin no more (forgiveness) (John 8:10)

8. Grace of God teaches us to denying ungodliness and worldly
lust (Tit 2:12)

9. We are created in God’s image. (Gen 1:27)

The finished work of the cross makes you stay righteous not
your works. 

When you know you are under grace you will be free and NOT
want to sin. Sin won’t have dominion over you (Rom 6:14) (Rom
6:17-18) We were slaves of sin, but when you obeyed from the
heart to believe on the Lord Jesus you were saved and set free
from sin and instead became slaves of righteousness for the
purpose that we would have fruit to God and everlasting life. 
(Rom 6:23) For the cost of sin [is] death, but the gift of God [is] 
eternal life (God life inside of you) in Christ Jesus our Lord.

(Rom 7:6) We have been delivered from the law, so that we can 
serve in the newness of the Spirit (the Holy Spirit living in you) 
and not [in] the oldness of the letter (10 commandments). In 
other words the new covenant is about following the Holy Spirit
not obeying the law or letter! (Rom 7:10) The Old Testament
commandments, which were to bring life, brought death, (Rom 
7:12) even though the law is holy, and the commandment holy
and just and good.  (Gal 3:21)  The law could not give life, or
otherwise righteousness could have been by the law.  (Rom 8:3) 
For what the law could not do, God [did] by sending His own 
Son who came to the earth as a man and died for us. Because
Jesus did this for us we are no longer under condemnation for
our sins but we are instead in Christ Jesus, we are

righteousness. (Rom 8:2) The law of the Spirit of life in Christ
Jesus has made me free from the law of sin. In other words Jesus
made us free from the law and the penalty of breaking it. (Read
Deut 28 for the curse we are no longer under and the blessings
we get) Instead we are righteous because of Jesus.

Why did God make a NEW Covenant or New Testament?
(Hbr 8:8) God found fault with the old covenant so he made a 
new covenant. (Hbr 8:10) 

The new covenant has God’s laws in our mind on our hearts. 
(Hbr 8:11)  The new covenant is about knowing God and having
a relationship with Him through the Holy Spirit (Hbr 8:12). In 
this new covenant He said, "For I will be merciful to their
unrighteousness, and their sins and their lawless deeds I will 
remember no more." (Hbr 8:13) In doing that He made the old
covenant obsolete and no longer used. The reason it is so
important that you see from every angle that your lifetime of 
sins are already forgiven even before you commit them and that
you no longer are judged by following the law is so that you are
free to be in a relationship with God your Father. It’s about Him 
and not you.


Jesus fulfilled the Law for us so
we are free from the law and its
curse

Jesus became our high priest so that He could fulfill the old
covenant rule of making a sacrifice for the sins of the people. Let
me explain how it worked. (Hbr 8:3) Every high priest is
appointed to offer both gifts and sacrifices. (Hbr 9:11)

But Christ came as High Priest of the good things to come. In 
other words He came to bless us and make us right with God
instead of making us obey the law.  (Hbr 9:12) He did not offer
the blood of goats and calves as the normal penalty or sacrifice
was for our sins in the law of the old covenant, but He offered
His own blood. He offered His own blood ONE time and by
doing that gave us eternal redemption which means His blood
was enough for my lifetime of sin forever and never did He
have to offer up again any of His blood.

Each time I mess up, the blood of Jesus offered once for all my
sins, takes away all my sins. (Hbr 9:14,26) 

The blood of Christ was without spot (the perfect sacrifice) to
God. In doing this He wants your conscience clear from dead
works (trying to be good enough, or do good works to earn
salvation) instead He wants you to serve the living God.  (Hbr
9:15) And for this reason He is the Mediator of the new
covenant. So that (Hbr 9:22) according to the law we are
purified with blood and forgiven of our sins. (Hbr 9:28) So
Christ was offered once to bear the sins of many. 

(Hbr 10:1) The law is a shadow of what is to happen in the new 
covenant and all these things are good things. But the old
covenant sacrifices could never do what the new covenant does,
because in the old the high priest had to offer continually year
by year another sacrifice and it could not make those who
offered the sacrifice perfect, it just covered their sins for one
year. If the sacrifice had made them perfect (Hbr 10:2) they
would not have had to be offered over and over each year. The
people offering the sacrifice for their sins would be purified and
would have had no more consciousness of sins. You see here is
the goal, “no more consciousness of sin”.  (Hbr 10:3) But in 
those sacrifices in the old covenant there is still a reminder of 
sins every year. The old covenant law of the 10 commandments
reminds us we were sinners because we had to KEEP doing
sacrifices year after year continually.  (Hbr 10:4) For it is not
possible that the blood of bulls and goats could take away sins. 
They only covered up the sins for one year and never took them 
away.  (Hbr 10:6) God loved us and want us sin free so we could
have restored relationship. (Hbr 10:8) God said, "Sacrifice and
offering, for sin You did not desire, nor had pleasure [in them]"
which are offered according to the law. 

He took away the first covenant

(Hbr 10:9) Jesus came to do God’s will. He took away the first
covenant (obeying the commandments) so that He could
establish the second covenant or new covenant (faith or
believing in Jesus).  (Hbr 10:10) Jesus became our offering, our
sacrifice so that we would be saved and cleared of all guilt of 
our sin, a ONE time sacrifice for ALL our lifetime of sins. (Hbr
10:11) Every priest stands ministering daily and offering
repeatedly the same sacrifices, which can never take away sins. 
(Hbr 10:12) But Jesus, after He had offered one sacrifice
(Himself) for sins forever, sat down at the right hand of God. He
only had to offer ONE sacrifice because His sacrifice was
enough to take away ALL our LIFETIME of sins, and guilt. The
sacrifice was greater than the sin.  (Hbr 10:13) His sacrifice set us
free from sin which gave us power to have victory over our
enemies.  (Hbr 10:14) So you see by one offering He has
perfected forever those who are being sanctified. It made us
right with God forever, not just till our next sin but all our sins, 
past, present and future. (Hbr 10:15) 

The Holy Spirit also witnesses to us and said, (Hbr 10:16) "This
[is] the covenant that I will make with them after those days, 
says the LORD: I will put My laws into their hearts, and in their
minds I will write them," (Hbr 10:17) [then He adds], "Their
sins and their lawless deeds I will remember no more." So as
you can see all your sins are forgiven you by this one sacrifice of
Jesus and God won’t bring them up to you or remind you of 
them because Jesus paid the penalty. Jesus took on all of God's
wrath, all the judgment and penalty due us. (Hbr 10:18) Now 
where there is the price paid for your sin there is no longer an 
offering for sin. (Hbr 10:19) Because of this we can have
boldness to enter the Holiest by the blood of Jesus

(Hbr 10:22) God wants us to come near Him with a true heart in 
full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil
conscience. We are NOT to have an evil conscience for our sins
because Jesus paid our penalty but we are to instead come
boldly into Gods presence. (Eph 1:7)

In Jesus we have redemption through His blood, which means
we have the forgiveness of sins, this is a free gift called grace,
grace means God giving us forgiveness that we didn’t earn by
good behavior, or right living but just by believing. (Eph 2:5) 
When we were dead because of sin He made us alive together
with Christ (by grace you have been saved), (Eph 2:8) For by
grace you have been saved through faith, and NOT of 
yourselves; [it is] the gift of God. If we are always looking at
ourselves and trying to follow rules we become SELFconscience and not God-conscience. (2Ti 1:9)

Rest your hope fully on grace, that is revealed as you are taught
about Jesus Christ.

God saved us not according to our works, but according to
grace which was given to us in Christ Jesus, (Tit 3:7) that having
been justified by His grace we would become heirs of the world.
So that we could receive all that Jesus paid for us to have God
gave us forgiveness through Jesus that way none of us could
boast or mess it up.

(1Pe 1:10) this salvation by grace, and not works, or following
the law or right behavior the prophets have inquired and
searched carefully, and prophesied about it in the old covenant.
(1Pe 1:13) be careful how you think, and rest your hope fully on
grace, that is revealed as you are taught about Jesus Christ. (Act
20:32) for the word of His grace, is able to build you up (Hb
12:15) (when we try to follow rules and laws we fail and are torn
down) 

But when we fail to accept that grace of God, we could get a 
root of bitterness (because YOU are trying to do it yourself and
YOU will always fail on your own). So make sure you are
resting on grace and not your own works. Your own works will 
always fail and open the door for the devil to try to accuse you
of breaking rules and when you feel guilty you will not walk in 
boldness or power. (Gal 5:4) you have distanced yourself from 
Christ, when you attempt to be justified by law; you have fallen 
from grace. Grace is higher than the law. When you try to be
saved by following the law (none can do this completely) you
are no longer under grace but the law. (Hb 13:9) It is good that
the heart be established by grace, and not self-effort of following
rules.

(Gal 2:21) don’t set aside the grace of God; for if righteousness
[comes] through the law, then Christ died in vain." There was
NO reason for Jesus to die if you could get to heaven on your
own by paying for your sins! Just relax in Jesus and enjoy an 
awesome relationship with your Father.




Chapter 2 Righteousness is a Gift

The kingdom of God is righteousness. Righteousness is not the
way you act. It is not doing right things or becoming right. 
When you get saved by confessing Jesus as your Lord and
Savior, you become righteous through Jesus.

For with the heart one believes unto righteousness, and with the
mouth confession is made unto salvation. (Rom 10:10) 

Righteousness is what Jesus made you by paying for your sin. 
Righteousness is who we are. Most people think that when we
stop sinning, we become righteous, but when you read the next
scripture you will see once we awake to righteousness, we will 
STOP sinning. Awake to righteousness, (1 Cor 15:34) and do not
sin

Righteousness is your new nature. Jesus paid for 
your sins and gave you righteousness as your new nature as
if you had never sinned.

…and that you put on the new man which was created
according to God, in true righteousness and holiness (Eph 4:34) 

For He made Him who knew no sin [to be] sin for us, that we
might become the righteousness of God in Him. (2 Cor 5:21) 
Righteousness is good news. 

I have proclaimed the good news of righteousness. We are to
seek righteousness. The kingdom of God is all about us
knowing we are righteous. (Ps 40:90) 

But seek first the kingdom of God and His righteousness, and
all these things shall be added to you. (Matt 6:33) 

The kingdom of God is in us IN the Holy Spirit, according to
Matt 6:33. And when He has come, He will convict the world of 
sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment… of righteousness, 
because I go to My Father and you see Me no more (John 16:8) 

By Jesus making us righteous, He has restored us to our
original position of authority on earth as kings, and we are to
rule over the earth. If we see something out of order we are to
put it in order.

much more they which receive abundance of grace and of the
gift of righteousness shall reign in life by one, Jesus Christ.
(Rom 5:17) 

even so might grace reign through righteousness unto eternal 
life by Jesus Christ our Lord. (Rom 5:21) 

When we speak what God says about us, we are declaring
righteousness. He [who] speaks truth declares righteousness, 
But a false witness, deceit. (Prov 12:17) 

You must be righteousness-minded to rule. You are a 
king and no longer a sinner. When you walk in the

righteousness God has given you, you exalt God. You are
showing God’s righteousness when you do judgment.
But the LORD of hosts shall be exalted in judgment, And God
who is holy shall be hallowed in righteousness (Is 5:16) 

In mercy the throne will be established; (Is 16:5) God
shows mercy to the world by healing, delivering, and setting
people free when we enforce justice for their lives.

We need to step into our place and receive the righteousness
Jesus paid for us to have, than we will take our place and reign 
on earth. Before we can talk about this subject of ruling on earth,
we must understand about righteousness.

We need to understand that we have been made the
righteousness of God because of what Jesus did for us, not
because of the things we do.

But of Him you are in Christ Jesus, who became for us wisdom 
from God – and righteousness and sanctification and
redemption (1 Cor 1:30) 

The devil is against God’s people understanding
righteousness as the following scripture says: and said, "O full 
of all deceit and all fraud, [you] son of the devil, [you] enemy of 
all righteousness, will you not cease perverting the straight
ways of the Lord? (Acts 13:10) 

When we were sinners, death and all its offspring
reigned. But when we got saved, then we became the
righteousness of God, and that righteousness gives us the right
to reign as kings on earth. But we have to receive grace to reign.

For if by the one man's offense death reigned through the one, 
much more those who receive abundance of grace and of the
gift of righteousness will reign in life through the One, Jesus
Christ. (Rom 5:17) 

so that as sin reigned in death, even so grace might reign 
through righteousness to eternal life through Jesus Christ our
Lord (Rom 5:21) 


The Value of the Body

Your physical body gives you legal right to rule on earth, 
because God gave man the planet, (see Gen 1 and Ps 8). When
you receive the righteousness of God as your own, then your
body becomes a weapon to enforce the devil's defeat. 
And do not present your members (body) [as] instruments
(weapons) of unrighteousness to sin, but present yourselves to
God as being alive from the dead, and your members (body) 
[as] instruments (weapons) of righteousness to God. (Rom 6:13) 

Because God gave earth to man to rule (see Ps 8, Gen 1), 
He follows His own rules and only interferes on earth through a
person who has asked Him to help. Because you have asked
Jesus to live in your heart, you carry the power and presence of 
God in you. You are human, so therefore you have legal right to
rule Earth. You are a weapon against the devil, filled with God's
power.

We are the kings who are to rule on the earth through the
Kingdom of God. The kingdom of God is His dominion, rule,
authority, the way He rules in Heaven. God rules the earth
through His Kingdom. His Kingdom is in us.

The throne and scepter are righteousness.

Your throne, O God, [is] forever and ever; A scepter of 
righteousness [is] the scepter of Your kingdom (Ps 45:6) 
Righteousness and justice [are] the foundation of Your throne
(Ps 89:14) 

for unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the
government (Kingdom of God) …Of the increase of his
government and peace there shall be no end, (because We, His
body, continue it) upon the throne of David, and upon his
kingdom (read below to see WHY the government or kingdom 
was given to Jesus)


Why was the government given:

1. to order it, 

2. to establish (how do we establish it) it with 

a. judgment and with 

b. justice from henceforth even for ever. (Is 9:6-7) 

We as Jesus’ body enforce the JUSTICE He bought with the
JUDGMENT of His BLOOD.

We are the righteousness of God in Christ Jesus. God
rules through us. If you are sin-conscious, filled with shame,
guilt-ridden and have a worm-in-the-dirt mentality, God can 
NOT rule though you! You are a king and you are to rule the
earth through the Kingdom of God in you in power.
We are God's kids and His kings. A king’s job is to
enforce justice according to the judgment. The devil has been 
judged. He has no right to put his curses on you or the law of 
sin and death. 

The blood of Jesus paid for your sins and restored you to right
standing with God. All things stolen from you at the fall of man 
in the Garden of Eden have now been restored to man. All 
sickness, disease, poverty, lack, fear and death are no longer
allowed. Your job is to enforce that in people’s lives.

Enforcing justice is manifesting the devil's defeat and
showing God’s goodness.
He looked for justice, but behold, oppression; For righteousness,
but behold, a cry [for help] (Is 5:7) 

Therefore He made you king, to do justice and righteousness. (1 
Kings 10:9) 

He loveth righteousness and judgment: the earth is full of the
goodness of the LORD (Ps 33:5) 

We as kings of the earth are to rule through righteousness,
enforcing the judgment and justice. Behold, a king will reign in 
righteousness, And princes will rule with justice (Is 32:1) 

Jesus showed us the way to rule as kings on earth.
I am king. For this cause I was born…that I should bear witness
to the truth. (John 18:37) 

Behold the days are coming (NOW HERE) says the Lord, That I
will raise to David a Branch of righteousness, A king shall reign 
and prosper and execute judgment and righteousness in the
earth (Jer 23:5) 

I will cause to grow up to David a Branch of righteousness; He
shall execute judgment and righteousness in the earth (Jer 33:15)
I will put my Spirit on Him and He will declare justice.
(Matt12:18) 

The above scriptures declare what Jesus did while He was on 
the earth. We are His body and we are to continue His work.
This is what we are supposed to be doing on earth now. Jesus
was our example of how to rule as a king. Read the gospels and
remember He said He was born to be a king and bring the
kingdom to earth.

God standeth in the congregation of the mighty (that is us) ; he
judgeth among the gods. (He is talking about us,) 2: How long
will ye judge unjustly (God wouldn’t be unjust, so you know He
is talking about us), and accept the persons of the wicked?
Selah. Defend the poor and fatherless: do justice to the afflicted
and needy. (This is our job) Deliver the poor and needy: rid
them out of the hand of the wicked. …6: I have said, Ye are
gods; and all of you are children of the most High. (Ps 82:1-4) 
When people are OPPRESSED by the devil we need to do
justice.

he looked for judgment, but behold oppression; for

righteousness, but behold a cry. (Is 5:7) 

Joy is the answer that is within us for oppression. 

You love righteousness and hate wickedness; Therefore God, 
Your God, has anointed You With the oil of gladness (JOY) (Ps
45:7) 

The oil of joy for mourning (Is 63:1) 

Justice is laying hands on them and praying for them and
healing them.
It is delivering to them what the blood of Jesus paid for them to
have. Look at the next couple of scriptures to see that the devil 
brings oppression. 

It is our job as an ambassador to bring and enforce justice. Look
how Jesus enforced Justice.

1. The LORD executes righteousness And justice for all who are
oppressed (Ps 103:6) 

2. Thus saith the LORD; Execute ye judgment and

righteousness, and deliver the spoiled out of the hand of the
oppressor: and do no wrong, do no violence to the stranger, the
fatherless, nor the widow, neither shed innocent blood in this
place (Jer 22:3) 

3.Thus saith the Lord GOD; Let it suffice you, O princes of 
Israel: remove violence and spoil, and execute judgment and
justice (Ezek 45:9) 

In the New Testament, God tells us He loves mercy more
than sacrifice.

thus speaketh the LORD of hosts, saying, Execute true
judgment, and shew mercy and compassion every man to his
brother: (Zech 7:9) 

Blessed [are] those who keep justice, [And] he who does
the kingdom of god is righteousness righteousness at all times
(Ps 106:3) 

When we enforce justice, we bind and loosen things to cause
deliverance in others’ lives. We are taking control of a situation 
that the devil had controlled by killing, stealing and destroying. 
We bring to people what the blood of Jesus paid for us, and
them, to have.

The Kingdom of God is established with the judgment,
according to Is 9:7. Let me show you how judgment works.
Arise, O LORD, in thine anger, lift up thyself because of the rage
of mine enemies: and awake for me to the judgment that thou
hast commanded. (Ps 7:8) 

To do justice and judgment is more acceptable to the LORD than
sacrifice. It is joy to the just to do judgment: but destruction 
shall be to the workers of iniquity. (Prov 21:3, 15) 

The king by judgment establisheth the land: (Prov 29:4) 
when he is come, he will reprove the world of sin, and of 
righteousness, and of judgment: Of sin, because they believe not
on me; Of righteousness, because I go to my Father, and ye see
me no more, Of judgment, because the prince of this world is
judged. (John 16: 7-11) 

Now is the judgment of this world: now shall the prince of this
world be cast out. (John 12:31) 

This is the JUDGMENT of the ruler of this world and his evil 
host. This is not the judgment of people.

The curser and his curses are cast out. Now YOU enforce that
JUDGMENT and do JUSTICE!

A bruised reed shall he not break, and the smoking flax shall he
not quench: he shall bring forth judgment unto truth. (Is 42:3-4) 
The scripture below talks about how no one interceded, so God
sent Jesus. 

And judgment is turned away backward, and justice standeth
afar off: for truth is fallen in the street, and equity cannot
enter…and the LORD saw it, and it displeased him that there
was no judgment.

And he saw that there was no man, and wondered that there
was no intercessor: therefore his arm brought salvation unto
him; and his righteousness, it sustained him. For he put on
righteousness as a breastplate, and an helmet of salvation upon 
his head; and he put on the garments of vengeance for clothing, 
and was clad with zeal as a cloak. (Is 59:14-18) 

The dividing line in the Bible to understand what is of God and
what is of the devil is: The thief... comes to steal, kill and
destroy. I have come that they may have life… more abundantly.
(John 10:10) I will make justice the measuring line, And
righteousness the plummet; (Is 28:17) 

Justice is everything Jesus died for us to have. Your goal should
be enforcing the defeat of the devil in all the areas Jesus paid for
you to have, (look at Deut 28) all the curse, which includes ALL
sickness and diseases, injuries, poverty, lack, and fear. Study
Deut 28; it will show you all the good you can have and all the
bad you need to stand against.

If you don’t have peace in your life, than you aren’t
walking in the understanding of the righteousness Jesus paid
for you to have. The blood of Jesus paid for you to be in union 
with God. The work of righteousness will be peace, And the
effect of righteousness, quietness and assurance forever (Is
32:17) 

In righteousness you shall be established; You shall be far from 
oppression, for you shall not fear; And from terror, for it shall 
not come near you (Is 54:14) 

No weapon formed against you shall prosper, And every tongue
[which] rises against you in judgment You shall condemn. This
[is] the heritage of the servants of the LORD, And their
righteousness [is] from Me," Says the LORD. (Is 54:17) 

Mercy and truth have met together; Righteousness and peace
have kissed (Ps 85:10) 

Until the spirit be poured upon us from on high, and the
wilderness be a fruitful field, and the fruitful field be counted
for a forest. Then judgment shall dwell in the wilderness, and
righteousness remain in the fruitful field. And the work of 
righteousness shall be peace; and the effect of righteousness, 
quietness and assurance for ever. And my people shall dwell in 
a peaceable habitation, and in sure dwellings, and in quiet
resting places. (Is 32:15-18) 

The scripture above shows that God has made you
righteous! It is part of your heritage. 

Here is another way we execute 
judgment on the earth.

Praise ye the LORD. Sing unto the LORD a new song, and his
praise in the congregation of saints. Let Israel rejoice in him that
made him: let the children of Zion be joyful in their King. 3: Let
them praise his name in the dance: let them sing praises unto
him with the timbrel and harp. 4: For the LORD taketh pleasure
in his people: he will beautify the meek with salvation. 5: Let the
saints be joyful in glory: let them sing aloud upon their beds. 6: 
Let the high praises of God be in their mouth, and a two-edged
sword in their hand; 7: To execute vengeance upon the heathen,
and punishments upon the people; 8: To bind their kings with 
chains, and their nobles with fetters of iron; 9: To execute upon 
them the judgment written: this honor have all his saints. Praise
ye the LORD. (Ps 149)


Now that you know Jesus is the one that
made your righteousness,you can begin to be
free from guilt, shame and condemnation.




Chapter 3 Freedom from Guilt, Shame 
& Condemnation

2,000 years ago before you were ever born, before you ever
committed one sin, before you ever were guilty of breaking any
of the 10 commandments Jesus died for you, and paid the
penalty of all your lifetime of sins. Now that is liberty! God saw 
your future and planed this before you were born, He saw all 
the sins you would ever commit and sent Jesus to pay the price
before you ever committed any of them!

Let me explain and show you this in the scripture. In (Is 53:1) — 
Surely he hath borne our GRIEF’S, (sickness, disease, affliction, 
sadness, evil, calamity) and carried our SORROWS, (Do not
sorrow, for the JOY of the LORD is your strength) (physical and
mental pain, grief, sorrow) yet we did esteem him stricken, 
smitten of God, and afflicted. But he [was] wounded for our
TRANSGRESSIONS, (sin, rebellion, guilt punishment for
transgression, offering,) [he was] bruised for our INTIQUITIES 
(guilt, condition, consequence of or punishment of sin) the
chastisement of our PEACE (John 16:33 “in Me you may have
peace. In the world you will have tribulation; but be of good
cheer, I have overcome the world.") (Completeness, safety, 
soundness in body, welfare, health, prosperity, peace, whole, 
entire, contentment, friendship, covenant relationship) [Was] 
upon him; and with his stripes we are HEALED, (made
healthful.)

Who is the law for?

The law is for the lawless people. (1 Tim 1:8-10) it was a tutor
to bring us to Christ (Gal 3:24). Now we are led by the Holy
Spirit not law (Col 5:18) 

The new covenant is for the REMISSION (forgiveness) of sin 
(Matt 26:28) in )Is 59:21) 

"As for Me," says the LORD, "this [is] My covenant with them: 
My Spirit who [is] upon you, and My words which I have put in
your mouth. This is the will of him that sent me, that everyone
which see the Son, and believeth on him, has everlasting life: 
(John 6:40, John 6:49).   Jesus is the way, the truth, and the life: 
no man comes to the Father, but by me, NOT by your works, 
behavior or good deeds.  (John 14:6), when you believe on Jesus
you have everlasting life, and will not come into condemnation. 
(John 5:24)

Why it is so important NOT to feel condemned
when we miss the mark?

God does not want us to feel condemned. (Rom 5:18) Judgment
came from one person’s (Adam) offense resulted in 
condemnation to everyone born after him. (John 3:17) But God
did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world but
to pay the price for OUR sin so we wouldn’t be condemned. 
Remember God started this whole thing about favor and grace.
(John 3:16) 

The famous scripture. God loved the world that He gave His
Son…God loves you and once you receive His free gift of 
salvation you are saved and LOVED. He will never leave you
because you miss the mark or make mistakes. It is not like
plucking pedals off a daisy, “He loves me, He loves me not” It is
a secure thing, 

He loves you period. You’re not saved one day and the next
mistake you make, off to hell you go. NO ,God’s love is through 
Jesus, He sees you perfect through what JESUS DID not what
YOU do otherwise why did He die for you if you could be God
and save yourself!

Trust in the finished work at the cross and when you make a 
mistake don’t get condemned, just call on the name of Jesus. 
Condemnation is dangerous; don’t get into condemnation 
because Jesus already paid for all your sins. The result of 
condemnation is shame, guilt, condemnation, inferiority,
unworthiness, shame and hopelessness. (1 Jo 3:21) if our heart
does not condemn us, we have confidence toward God. 

(1 Jo 5:14) Now this is the confidence that we have in Him, that
if we ask anything according to His will, He hears us. Look at
what happens when someone feels condemned. (Matt 27:3) 
Judas betrayed Jesus and knew he sinned and went and hanged
himself.

The devil is the one that condemns. The devil accuses the
Christian of wrong acting constantly (Rev 12:10). When we
judge or accuse or condemn others we are taking the side with 
the devil. Instead we should be in agreement with God and
speak over them what God says about them. We need to speak
over people God’s desired results.


How does the devil condemn?

He condemns you by reminding you that you broke the LAW.
The bible says that the law is the ministry of condemnation and
the ministry of death (2 Cor 3:7, 2 Cor 3:9) The devil and our
minds condemn us (1 John 3:21) If our heart does not condemn 
us, we have confidence toward God. 

The devil makes us feel condemned so we will feel unworthy to
have fellowship with God. (Heb 9:14-15) But the blood of Jesus
cleanses your conscience to serve the living God and for this
reason He is the Mediator of the new covenant. The new
covenant is about a relationship with Jesus. Grace and truth
came by Jesus so that your focus would be on the finished work
of the cross! (John 1:17) Christianity is not a set of rule, thou
must not, thou shall, but Christianity is a relationship with our
creator.

You are to come boldly into His presence without shame, quilt, 
condemnation or expecting Him to punish you. (Luke 16:16) 
Jesus came to fulfill all of the law. All your punishment for all 
your sin past, present and future has been put on Jesus. (Col 
2:14-15) Jesus wiped out the requirements of us following the
law and the devils ability to condemn us over not doing the
LAW. When He did this He disarmed principalities, powers, 
might’s, and dominion by triumphing over them in it! (Phil 3:10)
Now in the new covenant our right standing with God is by
faith in Jesus Christ. Now when we know Him we will know 
His power.


Today we have only 2
commandments

(1 John 3:23) Now this is His commandment the only one is that
we should believe on the name of His Son Jesus Christ and love
one another THESE ARE OUR ONLY COMMANDMENTS.

I pray that you get a hold of this next scripture. Gal 2:21 Do not
set aside the grace of God; for if righteousness [comes] through 
the law, then Christ died in vain. (Gal 5:4) 

When you try to be justified by THE LAW you become
estranged from Christ, When you want to be made right by
following the law you are no longer under grace but have
falling from this grace, (into the law & Christ’s death was for
nothing).

Jesus BROKE THE LAW to demonstrate GRACE was more
important to God than sacrifice.

The law is the Old Testament as was given by Moses (John
1:17) but grace & truth came by Jesus.

Jesus broke the law to demonstrate grace. Jesus was a Jew and
had to obey Jewish law. But truth and grace CAME By Jesus!
Look at each one of these samples and notice how Jesus could
have said, “You broke the law” but He didn’t, He showed us
how grace handles it.

1. The lady caught in adultery (John 8:5-12) she was to be stoned
by LAW. He said, “go and sin no more”. Grace empowers us
NOT to sin.

2. Women with issue of blood – She was not allowed out in 
public with her condition. Jesus healed her instead of 
condemned her for breaking the law.

3. The leper healed – lepers had to stay so many feet away
from people and shout “unclean”. You were not allowed
to TOUCH them. Jesus TOUCHED him and said, “be
clean”.

4. The servant’s ear cut off – He demonstrated Grace by
healing an enemy’s ear.
5. He raised the dead – You were unclean for days if you
touched a dead person.Jesus touched the dead and raised
them up. 

He should have by law stayed outside the camp for a 
time said by law for he became unclean when he touched
the dead (by the way they didn’t stay dead).

6. The Sabbath healing – You could do no work on the Sabbath.
Jesus healed on the Sabbath He broke the law!
7. The getting grain in the field on the Sabbath – No one was
allowed to work on the Sabbath. Jesus plucked grain from the
fields on the Sabbath. He broke the law.

Jesus broke the LAW in all of these examples, but Jesus didn’t
condemn the people who had need of healing or His help
instead He showed them grace. (Gal 2:16) Man is not justified by
the works of the law but by faith in Jesus Christ.

Now that we have a solid foundation of your salvation we can 
go on to how to walk in power. If you are thinking that your
performance gets you saved or keeps you saved you will live
with a heart that is bend toward condemnation. When your
heart or the devil condemns you, you have no confidence in 
getting your prayers answered and ministry becomes a chore, 
something you feel you have to do. 

Now that you understand grace, your heart is filled with joy
because it is a free gift that the blood of Jesus paid for you and
the whole world to have. You now become the delivery person 
of that message and it has value instead of a dreadful thing you
must do.

Here is a list of facts on how we can know we are saved
and stay saved by Jesus and nothing else.
1. Yeshua – means Savior. He saves us, we do not depend on us
to save ourselves.

2. (Heb 10:12, 14) One sacrifice for sins FOREVER, SAT
DOWN…He perfected FOREVER…No more sacrifice because
He only needed to offer one and it was for all our lifetime of 
sins. He sat down because the sacrifice was enough unlike the
Old Testament priest that offer a sacrifice year after year and
could NOT take away sin.

3. The greatest miracle is being saved by the blood of Jesus, 
staying saved happens the same way. WE can’t take CREDIT for
it. We believe it and receive.

4. Grace is undeserved favor – we don’t deserve to be forgiven 
when we continue to sin, but HIS grace gives us what we don’t
earn (John 1:17).

5. He took our sin and gave us His righteousness = right
standing with God. It is not earned by right behavior but grace
(undeserved unearned favor) through faith.

6. God’s wrath and righteous judgment against our sin was
poured out on Jesus (Is 5. He paid the price for my sin and
punishment or result for all my sin. So I go free and am now 
righteous with God through Jesus.

7. The Lord is not willing that ANY perish. (2 Pet 3:9) 
8. (Rom 10:9) if you CONFESS Lord Jesus and believe in 
your heart He has been raised from the dead YOU SHALL BE
SAVED. NO other qualifications.

9. WHOEVER CALLS on the name of the Lord will be SAVED.
(Rom 10:13) NO other qualifications

10. If we are saved and stay saved by our works what difference
did the cross make? They were saved by their works and
obedience in the old covenant.

11. We are made right by Jesus’ OBEDIENCE not our obedience.
(Rom 5:19) by one Man’s obedience many will be made
righteousness (Right with God).

12. (Heb 8:12) their sins and lawless deeds I WILL REMEMBER
NO MORE. This is the new covenant he was talking about. Why
do you remember them If God doesn’t!

13. You are made right by grace not by your self-efforts. If you
live life focused on trying not to sin you are Self-conscious not
Christ-conscious. It should be about WHAT HE did, not what
must I do. Our part is to BELIEVE in what He did.

14. The Old Testament (old covenant) is all about YOU keeping
the law. The new covenant is about you BELIEVING what He
did for you.

15. The gospel means GOOD news. Good news is your sin has
been forgiven. God does not forgive today, and tomorrow you
are condemned. When you think fellowship with God is broken,
you won’t pray or expect Him to answer you. Your heart or the
devil will condemn you and you will not come boldly to the
throne of grace.

16. (Act 13:38-39) through this Man is preached to you the
forgiveness of sins; ”and by Him everyone who believes is
justified from all things from which you could not be justified
by the Law of Moses.”  

17. Today salvation (Jesus) has come to your house (Lk 19:9). 

18. God with us (Mat 1:23).
19. I will never leave you or forsake you (Heb 13:5).  

Knowing you are saved by Jesus and nothing else is the key to
setting yourself free.



Chapter 4 Kingdom-Justice &
Liberty for All

In order for me to go over how we are to enforce the eternal 
purposes accomplished in Jesus and enforce Justice, Liberty and
Righteousness, I need to review Justice. The scripture below is
the predicament that we were in, in the Old Testament. We had
no intercessor and Jesus hadn’t come yet to die for us or
intercede for us.

(Is 59:15) The LORD saw it, and it displeased him that there was
no judgment. And he saw that there was no man, and
wondered that there was no intercessor.

When Jesus came He was going to... bring forth judgment unto
truth (Is 42:3) which means He was going to pay the price for
our sins so we could be right with God. When we are right with 
God we have all authority and dominion on earth and are to
subdue anything that got out of line. This was God’s original 
plan in the garden. Satan stole our dominion and now rules on 
earth in our place. Jesus took our position and gave us back our
authority. When Jesus died for our sins He judged Satan (the
god of this world) guilty and his place of authority was retuned
to us.

Our position of authority is one of being king over the earth. As
king we are to bring Gods enforcing government to rule all the
earth. 


God government is called the 
Kingdom of God.

Here are a few scriptures that talk about how He established
justice in the kingdom.

1.
(Ps 89:14) Justice and judgment are the habitation of thy
throne.

2.
(Ps 45:6) a scepter of righteousness [is] the scepter of 
Your kingdom.
3.
(Pr 29:4) The king by judgment establisheth the land:
God has judged Satan guilty –(John 16; 11) of judgment, because
the prince of this world is judged.

(John 12:30-31, John 12:31) Now is the judgment of this world:
now shall the prince of this world be cast out.

The kingdom of God (God’s government) establishes God’s law 
on earth; God’s law is everything Jesus died on the cross to give
us and must be released to us.

When we command JUSTICE we are telling demonic forces to
release everything the blood of Jesus paid for us to have.
These things are health, healing, wealth, the Holy Spirit, 
fellowship, visiting heaven, gaining wisdom, victory over death,
and much much more.  The word of God is settled in heaven
now it is our job to settle it on earth. We are to enforce the
eternal purposes Jesus accomplished on the cross. God has
given us HIS Holy Spirit to empower us to do that. The first step
to settling His Word on earth is to agree with the Word of God.
We live by what God says. Knowing and believing what He said
gives us power and authority to command the devil. Jesus
resisted the devil by saying: “It is WRITTEN.” (Hos 4: 6) but
today the word says: 

My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge. Knowing your
rights (what Jesus accomplished on the cross to give you) as a 
Son of God and BELIEVING who you are IN HIM, is what will 
result in your living a life of faith and power. When you KNOW
that it has ALREADY been accomplished on the cross, you will 
begin to take dominion and subdue everything into it place.
The most important thing is to know the difference between the
Old Covenant and the New Covenant. The Old Covenant was
about the Law. The New Covenant that we have is about grace. 
The Old Covenant was about you, you obeying, you following
rules. The New Covenant is about what Jesus accomplished on 
the cross and gave you credit for, so that you could have a 
RELATIONSHIP with God. The covenant you are under
determines how you see God. Old Covenant is about you doing
everything right, obedience, and following a law you could
NEVER totally do right. The New Covenant is about having a 
SUPERNATURAL relationship with God through His Holy
Spirit.

When you live under the law you will judge people instead of 
ministering to them (That is why the first two chapters were
clarifying the fact that we are under grace and NOT the law). 
You will become works-based, telling people what things the
person needs to DO before God does something for them. You
will end up ministering condemnation, shame and guilt, which 
leads to death. 

You will minister the ministry of death. Your knowledge and
understanding of the New Covenant and who you are as a new
creation will give you confidence to believe and live in the realm
of Gods supernatural. If you do not KNOW who you are or
what you are allowed to do, you won’t have confidence and you
will do nothing. But if you know your position and authority, 
you will ENFORCE the eternal purposes accomplished through 
Jesus on the cross. Justice is enforced when what Jesus
accomplished on the cross is demonstrated in your life and
people who you minster to lives. You can enforce this because
you are righteous. Jesus made you righteous.

The Example:

For example, healing is already provided for and accomplished,
so you NEVER have to ask God “do you want to heal this
person?”, instead it will be, “HOW do you want me to heal this
person?”  You never pray, “Oh God IF it be your will heal….”
Or “God would you please heal….” It is always God’s will and
GOD IS NOT THE ONE KEEPING HEALING FROM YOU!!
Healing and salvation are a packaged deal, even the word used
for healing and salvation is the same word: Greek word ‘Sozo’
meaning: To heal, to deliver, to preserve, to save, to protect, to
do well, to make whole. The same word is used for both! We are
to subdue and take dominion and enforce the will of God on the
rebellious demonic forces. Our prayer for healing should be like
this. “Body in Jesus name I command you to BE made whole, I
speak a NEW liver in your body, scar tissue BE GONE in Jesus
name.” Jesus ALREADY provided health, healing, body parts, 
and all we need for life and godliness! NOW take it, it is yours. 
Pray will power and authority.

It is our job to ENFORCE righteousness and justice so that it 
is on earth as it is in Heaven.

Look at it this way. Is it God’s will to save everyone? Yes! Now 
replace the word saved with healing. (1 Tim 2: 3-4)  for this is
good and acceptable in the sight of God our Savior, who desires
all men to be saved and to come to the knowledge of the truth
(NKJV). Is it God’s will to heal everyone? OF COURSE you
might ask then why are we not all healed? Why are we not all 
just saved? You have to use faith. God’s will is for EVERYONE
to be saved and healed, but His will doesn’t automatically
happen. Someone has to use faith. Someone has to know what
Jesus accomplished on the cross and who they are in Christ!

People might say that maybe it’s not God’s will to heal because
‘God is sovereign and can do what He wants ’, NO replace the
word healing with saved. If you say somebody was not healed
because of God’s timing, then you would be saying maybe it
wasn’t Gods time to save someone. 

Everything you believe about salvation is exactly true for
healing too; they both were taken care of in the same package.
Both are always God’s will at all times because both were
provided for in the same sacrifice. I am sure you never think
that God does NOT want to save somebody? Then why would
you think that He doesn’t want to heal them?

To bring His Kingdom on earth as it is in heaven, we have to
change the illegal actions to line up with His will. We change
them from (Matt 12: 28). Sickness to health, death to life, hell to
heaven bound, curse to blessing. This is bringing JUSTICE!
Jesus paid for it now we enforce it.

He made you new for a purpose, He wants you to take
dominion and subdue everything on earth that is not like it is in 
Heaven.

Many Christians think that they are to STRIVE to live
morally holy, good and obedient lives and they think that
is the goal of being a Christian.
But God wants us to be
FOCUSED on having a relationship with Jesus. When we
are focused on Him then we will make right choices. God
wants us to be like
Christ on the earth, and that means
doing the same things He did and greater.

Healing the sick, casting out demons, raising the dead, giving
good news to the poor, this is bringing the kingdom of God on 
EARTH AS IT IS IN HEAVEN!

With God’s Holy Spirit living in us Christians are empowered to
bring justice, which is “ENDORSING the eternal PURPOSE
ACCOMPLISHED in Jesus!” 

The problem is that you can’t have faith in God unless you have
knowledge of Him. (Hosea 4: 6). If you didn’t know Jesus saves,
how can you believe in Him? If you didn’t know He heals, how 
could you get healed?

You have authority over the devil now use it!

(Rom 16: 20) And the God of peace will crush Satan under your
feet shortly (NKJV).   It says OUR FEET, not Jesus’ feet. You
have to be moving; feet are for doing not sitting. (Matt 28: 18-20)
And Jesus came and spoke to them, saying, “All authority has
been given to me in heaven and on earth. (Matt 28: 19) Go
therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them
in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit,
teaching them to observe all things that I have commanded you;
and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age.”
(NKJV).

And these signs will follow those who believe: In My name they
will cast out demons; they will speak with new tongues; they
will take up serpents; and if they drink anything deadly, it will 
by no means hurt them; they will lay hands on the sick, and
they will recover."
(NKJV)    These signs (healing, deliverance)
will follow believers. That means you DO…and the Spirit will 
follow and confirm with power. The only qualification is to
believe. That is how Jesus was sent and how He sent the
disciples. As He is sent so are we. (John 14: 12-14) “Most
assuredly, I say to you, he who believes in Me, the works that I
do he will do also; and greater works than these he will do, 
because I go to My Father. (John 14: 13) And whatever you ask
in My name, that I will do, that the Father may be glorified in 
the Son.  If you ask anything in My name, I will do it (NKJV). 
(John 20: 21) so Jesus said to them again, "Peace to you! As the
Father has sent Me, I also send you." (NKJV). The SAME works
as Jesus did YOU who believe in Him will do too.  If you
believe, you are qualified.  We are sent in the same way Jesus
was sent by the Father. God sent us just like Jesus with the same
power, tools and access to everything Jesus had. We do the
same and greater works because we have the same power and
authority.

Let’s establish more on how you have the kingdom of God
(government of God) in you and how you are to rule and reign 
to bring everything in line with the eternal purposes
accomplished in Christ Jesus.

•
The Holy Spirit, God’s Spirit lives inside of us. TO
establish (Isa 9:7) His kingdom, to order it and establish it with 
judgment and justice. 

•
He established His government (the kingdom of God) IN
US and we are given the keys (Mat 16:19) "And I will give you
the keys of the kingdom of heaven, and whatever you bind on 
earth will be bound in heaven, and whatever you loose on earth 
will be loosed in heaven."

•
We are not to allow on earth the things that are not
allowed in heaven.

•
The government is to enforce the will of God on earth as
it is in Heaven. 

•
It is your Father's good pleasure to give you the
kingdom. God HAS given us the kingdom to rule the earth
(Luke 12:32).

•
And I appoint unto you a kingdom, as my Father hath 
appointed unto me (Luke 22:29). 

•
Who hath delivered us from the power of darkness, and
hath translated us into the kingdom of his dear Son of love (Col 
1:13). 

•
Jesus is the king and wherever He went He set people
free from the prison of sickness, disease and lack.

•
For unto us a child is born, unto us a son is given: and the
government shall be upon his shoulder... Of the increase of his
government and peace there shall be no end, upon the throne of
David, and upon his kingdom, to order it, and to establish it
with judgment and with justice from henceforth even forever.
(Is 9:6-8) 

This JUDGMENT is the judgment of the devil. THIS is the
judgment we are to enforce. God’s kingdom, to order it, and to
establish it with judgment and with justice (Is 9:8)

Our sins are paid for, therefore we are innocent and the devil
can’t legally put the result of sin on us (sickness, disease, 
poverty, fear, death, toil, lack).

THIS IS the JUDGEMENT of the DEVIL

1. Of judgment, BECAUSE the prince of this world is
judged (John 12:31). 

2. NOW is the judgment of this world now the ruler of this

world will be cast out (John 16:11). 

3. Herein is our love made perfect, that we may have

boldness in the day of judgment: because as he is, so are

we in this world* (1 John 4:17.) 

God has made us ruler and king over all the earth. And hath 
MADE US kings … unto God (Rev 1:6) Jesus gave us the earth
as our kingdom. We are His body and we are to finish the job
He demonstrated to us while He was on earth, “shewing the
good news of the kingdom.” Today we are to Enforce the eternal
purposes accomplished in Christ (Eph 3:10-11).

The scriptures below describe the job of the kings of the
earth:

1. He must reign till He has put all enemies under His feet (We
are the body of Christ, we are His feet) (Rom 15:25). 
2. I will put my spirit upon him, and he shall shew judgment
(heal the sick, diseased, cast out demons, preach good news to
the poor, and raise the dead) to the Gentiles. (Review the
chapter on righteousness) (Matt 12:18). 

3. Behold my servant; I have put my spirit upon him: he shall 
bring forth judgment to the Gentiles. He shall BRING FORTH 
JUDGMENT UNTO TRUTH. … I the LORD have called thee in 
righteousness…and give thee for a covenant of the people, for a 
light of the Gentiles;

4.  To open the blind eyes, to bring out the prisoners from the
prison, and them that sit in darkness out of the prison house (Is
42:1,3-7). 

I will preserve thee, and give thee for a covenant of the people, 
to (“restore” the New King James says) establish the earth, to
cause to inherit the desolate heritages;

5.That thou mayest say to the prisoners, Go forth; to them that
are in darkness, (Is 49:8).

Our covenant is righteousness, peace and joy IN the HOLY
SPIRIT. Jesus was the sacrifice for our covenant. Now ALL
THINGS are restored to us. We must take them by force from 
the devil. How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy
Ghost and with power: who went about doing good, and
healing all that were oppressed of the devil; for God was with 
him. (Acts 10:38) Jesus was man anointed with God the Holy
Spirit to do God’s will. God’s Holy Spirit in us is our power. We
are the BODY of Christ, so we are the finger, hands and mouth
that cast the devil out. But if I cast out devils by the Spirit of 
God, then the kingdom of God is come unto you. (Matt 12:28) 
But if I with the finger (we are the body) of God cast out devils, 
no doubt the kingdom of God is come upon you (Luke 11:20). 
We are to bind and loosen things on earth according to God’s
will. God gave us the keys to heaven. 

That means if it’s not allowed in heaven we aren’t to
allow it on earth. 

I will give unto thee the keys of the kingdom of heaven: and
whatsoever thou (you, me, the born again believer) shalt bind
on earth shall be bound in heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt
loose on earth shall be loosed in heaven (Matt 16:19).  We have
that much power to stop things on earth that are not allowed in 
heaven. But we have to take what was accomplished on the
cross by Jesus by force! We don’t ask for it, it has been given to
us from God after all Jesus paid for it with His blood and
whipping. We take it by force, we take dominion and subdue.  

From the days of John the Baptist until now the kingdom of 
heaven suffereth violence, and the violent take it by force. (You
and me) (Matt 11:12) We are to TAKE what Jesus paid for us to
have.

WE ARE the branches of righteousness this next scripture is
talking about. Jesus is the vine and we are the branches.  We are
the king of kings that Jesus is king over. A Branch of 
righteousness; A King shall reign and prosper, and execute
judgment and righteousness in the earth (Jer 23:5) WE are to
EXECUTE judgment on the earth today.


How do we execute judgment?

Judgment is manifesting the defeat of the devil and the victory
Jesus paid for us to be made righteousness and the result of 
righteousness (health, wealth, wisdom, authority, power,
dominion, relationship, salvation and much more).
We can do this because the kingdom of God is INSIDE us. The
kingdom of God is…righteousness, peace and joy in the Holy
Spirit (Rom 14:17). We carry inside of us the Kingdom of God
which is His power and authority to bring joy, peace and
righteousness wherever we go. 

In fact that is our job, enforce the eternal purposed
accomplished in Christ Jesus!


What is Justice?

Justice is when we are delivered from being oppressed by the
devil.
When we get what the blood of Jesus paid for us to have! In this
next scripture you can see that when someone is oppressed the
answer is righteousness…oppression, for righteousness but
beheld a cry for help. (Is 5:7) This scripture says that people
oppressed by the devil need righteousness enforced. Anyone
who is oppressed needs righteousness.  When sin entered the
world it resulted in poverty, sickness, disease, fear, lack and
death. A thing like wild life and weather becoming destructive, 
anything that kills, steal and destroys Jesus set us free from. We
are to command it (justice, righteousness) to line up with the
word. Justice is setting people free who are oppressed of the
devil. The judgment is that man is innocent and Satan is guilty. 


What do we do to enforce justice?

We are as He is, because of that we have boldness. He who says
he abides in Him ought himself also to walk just as He walked
(1 John 2:6).  

Jesus showed us how a king is to act, and what a king is to do. 
He went about preaching and shewing the glad tidings of the
kingdom of God. He gave His disciples (Luke 8:1) power and
authority over all devils, and to cure diseases. 2: And he sent
them to preach the kingdom of God, and to heal the sick. (Luke
9:2). Justice is healing all oppressed of the devil and more. And
heal the sick that are therein, and say unto them, the kingdom of
God is come nigh unto you (Luke 10:9).

The Kingdom of God is in you in power. (He is called the Holy
Spirit). The government of God, also called the Kingdom of 
God, is within every born again believer to bring God’s will to
pass on earth as it is in Heaven. The government is ruler over
the earth through the king. The kingdom of God is within me, 
(in power) (Luke 17:21)  (LORD) his kingdom ruleth over all. (Ps
103:19) For the kingdom of God is...in power (1 Cor 4:20).
The king (you) brings God’s will on earth as it is in Heaven
through the Kingdom of God in you. When you speak God’s
words and God’s will you are enforcing what Jesus

accomplished on the cross. Where the word of a king is power
(Is 8:4) (Mark 11:22) Jesus was a king on earth. Thou sayest that I
am a king. To this end was I born, and for this cause came I into
the world, that I should bear witness (John 18:37). Jesus behaved
as a king. He enforced God’s will on earth. God’s will is GOOD
news. Jesus prayed, “Your will be done on earth as it is in 
heaven.” (Luke 11:2) For this purpose the Son of God was
manifested, that he might destroy the works of the devil. (1 John
3:8) deliver us from evil: For thine is the kingdom, and the
power, and the glory, (Matt 6:13). 

Jesus showed us how to do the work of a king and

ambassador…preaching and shewing the glad tidings of the
kingdom of God (Luke 8:1). 

He cast out the spirits with his word (the word is spirit and
truth), and healed all that were sick (Matt 8:16-17). Our
instructions are the same; we are to demonstrate the kingdom. 
And as ye go, preach, saying, The kingdom of heaven is at hand.
8: Heal the sick, cleanse the lepers, raise the dead, cast out
devils: (Matt 10:7) If you abide in Me and my Words abide in 
you, ask (demand as covenant right) what you desire and it
SHALL be done for you BY THIS MY FATHER IS GLORIFIED
(John 15:7). 


Our authority to rule comes from
the righteousness and grace Jesus
gave us.

Look at the following scriptures. 

1.
Much more those who receive abundance of grace and of 
the gift of righteousness will reign in life through the One, Jesus
Christ (Rom 5:21). 

2.
Grace reign through righteousness to life through Jesus
(Rom 5:17).  

3.
The kingdom is righteousness, peace and joy IN the Holy
Spirit. (Rom 14:17)
4.
SEEK first the kingdom of God and HIS 

RIGHTEOUSNESS and all these things will be added to you.  
The kingdom comes with ALL provision (Matt 6:33).

5.
It is given unto you to know the mysteries of the
kingdom of heaven (Matt 13:11). 

Now that you know how to demonstrate the kingdom and
manifest the defeat of the devil step out of your comfort zone
and begin to take back what belongs to you!




Chapter 5 Eternal Purposes
Accomplished In Christ

In this chapter I am going to show you some of the things Jesus
accomplished on the cross for you. Eph 3: 10.These are things
already bought by the blood of Jesus and is available for you.

Take a look at this scripture: (John 3:16) For God so loved the
world that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever
believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. 
God loved His Son BUT He loved you and was willing to give
up His Son so YOU would have everlasting life. IF He gave up
His Son how much MORE willing would He be to give you
everything His Son paid for you to have! If you don’t have
something the word promises you it is because of a lack of 
knowledge, vision or revelation, not because God is keeping
something from you. 

(Rom 8:32)   He that spared not his own Son, but delivered him 
up for us all, how shall he not with him also FREELY give us all 
things? It is not earned but given freely!

This next scripture is my favorite to help me remember what all 
Jesus did for me on the cross. Because He did this for me I can 
expect to receive all of it. 

In just one scripture we can see all He accomplished in the area
of Healing, health, sorrow, mental torment, pain, grief,
protection, friendship with God, and prosperity FOR US.
I want you to focus on this scripture and meditate on it. This
scripture is not only for our salvation but also for our
completeness. This is DONE, it is accomplished, and all we have
to do is receive it. If you are believing and praying for yourself 
or others keep in mind that it was done, now you take it by
force. When you have something, you thank that person. You
are grateful. 

Make Jesus your standard not your experiences. Your
experience will line up with the word.

We are to take the things in this list. They are ours, paid for by
the blood of Jesus. It is our job to bring JUSTICE to people
oppressed and bring them everything God accomplished with 
Jesus on the cross. We TAKE these things by force, we don’t ask
for, or beg for what is ours. Remember we are taking from the
demonic forces that are holding them back from people who
don’t know WHO they are in Christ and WHAT was
accomplished on the cross.

I took this scripture and looked up in the original language 
the definition of each word that tells us WHAT Jesus did for
us.

IS 53:4-5 – A Gold Mine of Health, Healing, Prosperity, Peace, 
Joy, and More!

•
Surely he hath borne OUR grief’s, (sickness, disease,
affliction, sadness, evil, calamity)

•
and carried OUR sorrows: (physical and mental pain, 
grief, sorrow)   

•
Yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of God, and
afflicted. But

•
He [was] wounded for OUR transgressions (sin, 
rebellion, guilt punishment for transgression, offering),

•
[He was] bruised for OUR iniquities:( guilt, condition, 
consequence of or punishment of sin) 

•
the chastisement of OUR peace (completeness, safety, 
soundness in body, welfare, health, prosperity, peace, whole, 
entire, contentment, friendship, covenant relationship) [was] 
upon him; 

•
And with his stripes we ARE healed (healed, made
healthful).

Oh think about that for a while. I love to take communion over
this scripture; it awakes in me and excites me to walk whole,
supernatural and empowered not just for me but to bring others
to their healings.

What His death did for us
1.
(Heb 2:14) that through death he might destroy him that
HAD the power of death, that is, the devil; the devil can’t just
come in and kill you He no longer has the power of death, he
can just suggest it and you take it and confess it which gives
him and open door to do it. If you give in to fear that also opens
the door to him.

2.
(Col 1:22) through death, to present you holy and
unblameable and unreproveable in his sight: See that you ARE
unblameable and unreproveable in His sight. You don’t become
unblameable because of right behavior you are already these
things because of what JESUS did. Knowing you are right
regardless of your behavior empowers you and drives you to
WANT to act right and not sin! So remember that the DEATH of
Jesus makes you unblameable, unreproveable, and holy!!
3.
(Rom 6:9) knowing that Christ, having been raised from 
the dead, dies no more. Death no longer has dominion over
Him (you are in Him). Look at that, death has no dominion over
you, doesn’t that just free you up to walk in power and
authority free from fear! ALL THINGS are under your feet
because you are the body of Christ the FULLNESS of Him.
4.
(Eph 2:5) made us alive together with Christ and raised
[us] up together, and made [us] sit together in the heavenly
[places] in Christ Jesus… He might show the exceeding riches of
His grace in [His] kindness toward us in Christ Jesus.

What Jesus accomplished on the cross in regards to our
New Covenant 

(Gal 3:13) Christ has
1. Redeemed us from the curse of the law, having become a 
curse for us.

2. Given us the blessing of Abraham.

3. Given us the promise of the Spirit through faith.


THE BLESSING has given us…

Health and Wealth

The blessing of the Lord makes rich and adds no toil to it.
1. The LORD will grant you plenty of GOODS (Deut. 28). 
2. Bless ALL the work of your hand.

3. Abundance of everything.

4. All peoples of the earth shall see that you are called by the
name of the LORD, and they shall be afraid of you.
5. Blessed in ALL THINGS (Gen 24:1).

6. Prosper, and continued prospering until you became very
prosperous…had possessions….So the Philistines envied him 
(Gen 26:12-14).


The CURSE Jesus redeemed us
from:

1.
Hunger, in thirst, in nakedness, and in NEED of 
everything.

2.
Great and prolonged plagues--and serious and
prolonged sicknesses. 

3.
Every sickness and every plague…cannot be healed.

4.
Trembling heart, failing eyes, and anguish of soul.

5.
Your life shall hang in doubt before you; you shall fear
day and night, and have no assurance of life (DEU. 28).

6.
Driven mad because of the sight which your eyes see.

7.
Be only oppressed and crushed continually.

8.
No strength in your hand.

9.
Consumption, (wasting disease) fever, inflammation, 
severe burning fever (extreme heat, inflammation, violent heat,
fever), … scorching, and mildew, (paleness, lividness) they shall
pursue you.

He has delivered you from evil in this world

(2 Tim 4:18)  And the Lord shall deliver me from every
evil work, and will preserve me unto his heavenly kingdom.

(Gal 1:4)   Who gave himself for our sins, that he might
deliver us from this present evil world, according to the will of 
God.

(Gal 3:13)  Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the
law, being made a curse for us.

•
(John 10:10)  The thief cometh not, but for to steal, and to
kill, and to destroy: I am come that they might have life, and
that they might have it more abundantly.

He gave you His divine nature.

•
(2 Peter 1:4)  Whereby are given unto us exceeding great
and precious promises: that by these ye might be partakers of 
the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the
world through lust.

(2 Peter 1:3)  According as his divine power hath given
unto us all things that pertain unto life and godliness, through 
the knowledge of him.

As you read this list remember He has made healing available
to everyone so all you have to do it PRAY and take authority
over sickness & disease no matter who’s body it is in, Jesus took
it on the cross and freed us from it. So when you pray for
yourself and others keep on your mind: that it is already done.  


He has healed you.

•
(1 Peter 2:24)  Who his own self bare our sins in his own 
body on the tree that we, being dead to sins, should live unto
righteousness: by whose stripes ye were healed.

•
(Luke 6:17-1)   Came to hear him, and to be healed of 
their diseases;   and they that were vexed with unclean spirits:
and they were healed.

•
(Heb 13:8)   Jesus Christ the same yesterday, and today, 
and forever.

•
He healed everyone that had a NEED to be healed! If you
are sick, then you have need to be healed.

•
(Luke 9:11)    And healed them that had need of healing.

He wants you to prosper in everything you do.

(3 John 1:2)  Beloved, I wish above all things that thou
mayest prosper and be in health, even as thy soul prospereth.

(Josh 1:8)   This book of the law shall not depart out of 
thy mouth; but thou shalt meditate therein day and night, that
thou mayest observe to do according to all that is written 
therein: for then thou shalt make thy way prosperous, and then 
thou shalt have good success.

Therefore, since we have such hope, we use great boldness of 
speech…and where the Spirit of the Lord [is], there [is] liberty.  

Everything in the list above was already done for you now 
you need to take them by faith. If things don’t line up
with what Jesus accomplished on the cross you need to
take them by force and bring them into obedience.
The whole Bible is a book of the finished work Jesus
accomplished on the cross and you are to take it from the devil 
and expect it to be true in your life.

How do we enforce the finished work of Jesus? We do it by
praying for people, speaking life over them.

Here is a list of wrong believing that some preachers teach 
about praying. No wonder people get confused on how to pray. 
Below is how NOT to pray.

After you read this list go back and reread it replace “They
Said” with “Jesus Said” and see how all this is NOT how Jesus
did it. It is how religion taught us to pray.

1. They ask what sin they did before they healed them?

2. They feel as though they have to create an atmosphere
through worship before healing someone?

3. They ask God for healing?

4. They Beg God to Heal?

5. They say, “If it be your will”?

6. They fast every day before praying for healing?

7. They ask people to confess their sins before they can heal 
them?

8. They think or say, “Sorry, it is not God’s time to heal 
YOU”?

9. They say, “Sorry, this is a generational curse. Lets figure
out which one”?

10. They ask you about your past first?

11. They say, “Sorry, this sickness is to teach, learn your
lesson, then I can heal you”?

12. They say, “Sorry, the anointing lifted, can’t help you until 
it returns.”?

13. They say, “Sorry, the Spirit is in me not on me right now I
can’t help you.”?

14. They say, “Sorry, you need more faith.”?

15. They say, ”Sorry I need more faith”?

16. They say, “God is getting glory out of your sickness or
disease.”

17. They say, “You must be like Job”

18. They say, “You must be like Paul”


The TRUE way to pray is to
IMITATE JESUS. He never said or 
did the things previous listed above
above like man teaches us to do.

(1 Cor 11: 1) Imitate me, just as I also imitate Christ.

Understanding authority is the key to walking in faith. You have
a covenant with God that promises you many things. You don’t
need great faith.  

Jesus healed by using a few words. (Matt 8: 14-15) He touched
her hand, and the fever left her.

(Luke 4: 38-39)   So He stood over her and rebuked the fever,
and it left her.

Just a reminder here you don’t rebuke something by saying, “I
rebuke you.” You have to command the devil to do something.   

(Luke 8: 43-48)   She…touched the border of His garment. And
immediately her flow of blood stopped.  Here Jesus didn’t even 
know who touched Him. So she used her faith in Jesus to
receive healing.

None of them said any long prayers, or spoke in tongues, or
fasted, or asked her permission, or asked God what His will is, 
or complain to God about it, but Jesus told us to speak to the
mountains, not to God about our mountains. 

Here is another false belief about praying.
God doesn’t make you sick so He can get the glory for making
you well. If we did that we would go to the Nut House! He
doesn’t do something bad so He can come in and be the hero
and do something good, to look good. Why is our thinking so
crazy? That would be criminal and we would go to jail for
things like that.

We have a job to do; we are to be like the Police officers who
enforce the country’s laws. God is sovereign, and has
appointed His sons to be the ambassadors that enforce His will. 
Remember Jesus prayed: “Your will be done” and then went to
about doing it. We have to go do it!

about doing it. We have to go do it!


20)  “All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth. 
(19) Go therefore…lo, I am with you always, because Jesus has
ALL authority, then that means everybody else has none. That
includes the devil and you. But because we are in Christ and a 
co-equal heir (Rom 8: 16-17) His full authority is in us His body, 
by His Holy Spirit (1 Cor 6: 17). 

Since we are not from this world (John 15: 19) we represent
heaven here on earth.  As an ambassador we don’t have the
same LAW of the earth (the curse on the earth is at (Deut 28). It
is death, sickness and under the law). Instead we bring Heaven 
on earth not curse on the earth. We are not only His BODY but
we are one spirit with Him. (1 Cor 6: 17) our job is to use our
authority and dominion to give instructions to the demons, 
spirits of infirmities to obey. We are the legal king on earth and
we are to bring heaven to earth by making it line up with the
accomplished work of the cross.




Chapter 6 Visiting Heaven: Our
Place of Wisdom

Heavenly Places are a strategic place where we get instruction 
and direction from God to gain victory. Remember Heavenly
places belong to the Christian NOT the devil and his host!
“After these things I looked, and behold, a door standing open 
in heaven, and the first voice…said, ‘Come up here, and I will 
show you what must take place after these things’.”(Revelation 
4:1-2)

Let’s take a look at the Spiritual Realm
The “unseen”, is the eternal realm, the spiritual realm. It is the
atmosphere we were created to live in. We are a spirit who lives
in a body and has a soul. Heaven is our home. The physical was
created by the spiritual. (Words) The spirit is more powerful 
than the physical realm. The physical is a copy of what is in the
spiritual realm.

“While we look not at the things which are seen, but at the
things which are not seen; for the things which are seen are
temporal, but the things which are not seen are eternal.” (2 
Corinthians 4:18).


Below is an example of the spiritual
realm.

Then Elisha prayed, and said, “O Lord, I pray, open his eyes,
that he may see. And the Lord opened the servant’s eyes and he
saw; and behold, the mountain was full of horses and chariots
of fire all around Elisha. (2 Kings 6:13-17)

It is God’s desire that our eyes be opened to the heavenly realm 
or He would not have opened the eyes of the servant to see the
angels. That was in the Old Testament and we are living in the
New, how much more do we have that they didn't!

I know a man in Christ who fourteen years ago whether in the
body I do not know, or out of the body I do not know, God
knows such a man was caught up to the third heaven (2 
Corinthians 12:2)here we see that we can travel in our body or
just our spirit to heaven. 

Behold, to the Lord your God belong heaven and the highest
heavens, (Deuteronomy 10:14) Here we see that the heavens is
NOT a place for demonic activity but yet because the devil stole
our place of authority he still thinks he has the right to go to
heavenly places. 

The people below had experiences in the heavenly places.

•
Paul (2 Corinthians 12:2-4),

•
John (Revelation 4:1-2) the throne room,

•
Isaiah 6,  

•
David (Psalm 139:7),  

•
Moses (Exodus 24:9-11), 

•
Jesus.


We are to rule the earth as a king
and seek the Kingdom of Heaven.

A Kingdom is a place where a King has rule. The Kingdom of 
God is His domain of rule. There are 32 New Testament
references to the Kingdom of Heaven. (Matthew 3:2; 4:17) we
are to rule on earth from the position of Heaven.

We are to enforce the eternal purposes accomplished in Christ
Jesus! (Eph. 3:10-12). 


Here are some more heavenly 
experiences

1.  [Jacob] had a dream, and behold, a ladder was set on the
earth with its top reaching to heaven; and behold, the angels of 
God were ascending and descending on it. (Genesis 28:12)

2.  And He said to him, “Truly, truly, I say to you, you will see
the heavens opened and the angels of God ascending and
descending on the Son of Man.” (John 1:51) If they ascending
and descended on Jesus they can on us.

3. We are “in Christ” and Christ is seated on the throne in the
highest heaven, because we are in Christ, then we also in our
spirits able to access the throne room position by faith. 
(Ephesians 2:5-6)

4.  But you are fellow citizens with the saints, and are of God’s
household.(Ephesians 2:19)
5.  But as it is, they desire a better country, that is, a heavenly
one. Therefore God is not ashamed to be called their God, for
He has prepared a city for them. (Hebrews 11:16)

6.  “In My Father’s house are many dwelling places; if it were
not so, I would have told you; for I go to prepare a place for
you. If I go and prepare a place for you, I will come again and
receive you to Myself, that where I am, there you may be also. 
And you know the way where I am going.” (John 14:2-4)

All experiences in the Kingdom must be based on the authority
of God’s Word and His covenant promises. Here are some
scriptures we can base our right to visit heaven on. 

•
The Father loves the Son and has given all things into His
hand. (John 3:35)

•
We are joint heirs with Christ, therefore all things have
been given unto Him (us because we are in Him)

•
We have been given every spiritual blessing in the
heavenly places. (Ephesians 1:3)

•
We are to SEEK the Kingdom of God

•
We are to SEEK things at Christ right hand in the
heavenly places.

The warfare of heavenly places is all in the thoughts.
For the weapons of our warfare [are] not carnal but mighty in 
God for pulling down strongholds, casting down arguments
and every high thing that exalts itself obedience of Christ, and
being ready to punish all disobedience when your obedience is
fulfilled. 


Let’s take a closer look at what
this scripture really says.

1. Casting down – to take down – with the use of force: to
throw down, cast down

2. To pull down, demolish a) the subtle reasoning’s (of 
opponents) likened to a fortress, i.e. to refute, to destroy
a. Imaginations – a reckoning, computation
b. A reasoning: such as is hostile to the Christian 
faith

3. A judgment, decision: such as conscience passes

4. High thing –A thing elevated, height

a. Of space

b. Elevated structure i.e. barrier

WHY to bring into captivity

To lead away captive

Metaph. to capture one’s mind, captivate

WHAT -Thought a mental perception,

2) An evil purpose

3) That which thinks, the mind, thoughts or purposes

DO- And have in readiness -

So you can see the importance and value in knowing your
authority and the power you have to bring justice by the things
accomplished in Christ Jesus. Jesus did everything for us, now it
is up to us to take it and enforce it. Declare justice in every area
of your life.




Chapter 7 Heavenly Place: Our 
Seat of Authority

Jesus paid for our lifetime of sins when He hung on the cross. 
Then He restored to us right standing with God. He raised us
up as kings having dominion into heavenly places to rule and
reign on earth. We are to enforce what he accomplished on the
cross. We are seated with Him, which is a seat of authority. 
Heaven is our home and we have every right to visit it and have
heaven visit us. In this chapter I am going to show you in the
word that heavenly encounters and the world of the
supernatural are natural to a Christian. These things belong to
the Christian but the occult has stolen them and perverted them
so that Christians are afraid they are being deceived when they
experience heavenly visitations or vision, dreams, and other
things from heaven.  Remember the Holy Spirit is our teacher
and guide and when He lives inside of Him He will always lift
up Jesus. Trust Him. Take back what is rightful ours. Fear is just
a lack of understanding. When you see from the scriptures that
this is our domain you will experience heaven yourself.

I want you to hunger for all that Jesus purchased for us through 
His blood, in the area of God-encounters, experiencing Jesus,
the Kingdom of God and His glory. His Kingdom is glorious
and full of every good thing, and He wants us to experience
these things just like in Bible days. 

The Bible is full of God-encounters, heaven on earth, 
appearances of Jesus, angelic visitation, dreams, visions, trances
traveling in the realm of the spirit, traveling through time,
throne room experiences, third heaven, throne room, heavenly
places, angels, living creatures around the throne, glory clouds,
heavenly colors and gems, spirit transport, dreams, visions, and

heavenly fragrance. Miracles, signs and wonders; all these
things will become more common as we walk in end times. We
are part of the kingdom of heaven, and the kingdom of God and
we have been invited to experience the heavenly places .God
wants to open our spiritual eyes and ears to see, to hear and to
understand things in the heavenly realms. 

You are from Heaven and a child of your Fathers.

You are a child of God and can hear His voice. My sheep hear
My voice (John 10:27). Heaven is our Home. We are
Ambassadors for Christ, (2 Corinthians 5:20) we are Children of 
God, (John 1:12). We are the temple of the living God (2 
Corinthians 6:16).

(John 17:24) Father, I will that they also, whom thou hast given 
me, be with me where I am; that they may behold my glory. 
WOW Jesus is in heaven and He just prayed we would be with 
Him and we are seated in Heavenly places and He wants us to
SEE His glory! (Hag 2:9) the glory of the latter house (that is
you) shall be greater than the former (we are the house of God
and the latter house and the glory is in us greater than in the
Old Testament. Guess what, the glory in the Old Testament
temple was so thick the priest couldn’t even enter! No wonder
people fall down when we touch them or they come near us!)
(Jer 33:3) Call unto me, and I will answer thee, and shew thee
great and mighty things, which thou knowest not. All we have
to do is ASK!

(Ps 8:4) What is man….that thou visitest him? (Wow did you
catch that God visits man)

(John 15:15-16) for the servant knoweth not what his lord doeth:
but I have called you friends; for all things that I have heard of 
my Father I have made known unto you...that whatsoever ye
shall ask of the Father in my name, he may give it you. (Friends
know what each other is doing)

(Eph 3:9-11) to make all see…which from the beginning of the
ages has been hidden…to the intent that NOW the…wisdom of 
God might be made known by the church TO the principalities
and powers in the heavenly places (heavenly places are ours,
remember Satan TOOK our authority and is still trying to use it.
He is not supposed to be in Heavenly places, WE ARE!)


We should draw near to God with 
confidence.

Therefore let us draw near with confidence to the throne of 
grace, so that we may receive mercy and find grace to help in 
time of need. (Hebrews 4:1) not only does He want us to come
near Him but to do it with confidence to get what we want!
Therefore, brethren, since we have confidence TO ENTER the
holy place by the blood of Jesus, (Hebrews 10:19-22).
God wants us to KNOW Him and His POWER! That I may
know Him, and the power of His resurrection (Phil 3:7).
You are a king in the kingdom of God. You need to receive
instruction from that place of authority. You have all your
wisdom and all you need for godliness in heavenly places in 
Christ.

It’s been given for you to know the mysteries of the
kingdom of God (heaven) (Mark 4:11 Matt 13:11)

What are the Heavenly Places?

1.
The seat of order of things eternal, where God and other
heavenly beings dwell.

2.
The realm of the angelic and demonic (fallen angels) 
(Dan 10, Ezekiel 8:3).

3.
The Place of Christ’s rule and authority. Where we are
seated in Christ (seated means a place of authority).
It has been given to us to know the mysteries of the kingdom of 
God


What is the Kingdom:

KINGDOM= royal power, kingship, dominion, rule
1. The right or authority to rule over a kingdom,

2. A kingdom, the territory subject to the rule of a king,

3.  Used in the N.T. to refer to the reign of the Messiah.

What does to Know mean?
1.
To learn to know, come to know, get a knowledge of 
perceive, feel,

2.
To become known,

3.
To know, understand, perceive, have knowledge of,

4.
To understand,

5.
Jewish idiom for sexual intercourse between a man and a
woman,

6.
To become acquainted with, to know.

We are told to seek things in the Heavenly.

(Col 3:1): If ye then be risen with Christ (this is only for
Christians), SEEK those things which are above, where Christ
sitteth on the right hand of God. 

Many people say oh don’t seek to see or experience heaven it is
dangerous you will be deceived. Right here God tells us to
SEEK those THINGS which are above. 

Think about it what is above? (Eph 2:6): And hath raised us up
together, and made us sit together in heavenly places in Christ
Jesus (remember Heavenly places are our place!)


What is in the heavenly places?

(Ps 16:11) in thy presence is fulness of joy; at thy right hand
there are pleasures for evermore.
(Eph 1:20) set him at his own right hand in the heavenly places, 
21: Far above all principality, and power, and might, and
dominion, and every name that is named...And hath put all 
things under his feet, (time, space, matter, sickness, disease, fear,
poverty, death) and gave him to be the head over all things to
the church, 23: Which is his body, the fulness of him that filleth 
all in all.

(Eph 6:12) for we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but
against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the
darkness of this world, against spiritual wickedness in high 
places.

(Eph 1:3) blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus
Christ, who HAS (already done) blessed us with every spiritual 
blessing (It has to be spirit before it becomes physical. Earth was
created with words, words are spirit) in the heavenly places in 
Christ.

(Eph 2:6) But God…made us sit together in the heavenly places
in Christ Jesus that in the ages to come He might show the
exceeding riches of His grace in His kindness toward us in 
Christ Jesus (God is a show off!)

The next chapter will go over WHAT we are to be doing in 
heavenly places but for now let’s go on to WHAT we will be
experiencing in heavenly places.

WHAT could we experience in heavenly places?

There are different kinds of experiences a person
can have about the heavenly place and
supernatural encounters. 

(Revelation 2–3)

You might have an experience through:
Open eye vision or closed eye vision

Symbols (animals, flowers, trees, foods, objects)
Through prophecy

Through words of knowledge

Through angelic visitation

Through feelings or thoughts

Dreams

Daydreams

Through smells or taste


Trust the Holy Spirit to be your 
teacher and guide. 

He will never lead you astray. But never think that these
experiences are more important than the word. The two go
together.

Here are some Heavenly Encounters in Bible Times
Remember if someone experienced it in the Bible it is available
to you also.

(Gen 28:12): And he dreamed, and behold a ladder set up on the
earth, and the top of it reached to heaven: and behold the angels
of God ascending and descending on it...this is none other but
the house of God, and this is the gate of heaven.

(Ex 24:1,10) And he said unto Moses, Come up unto the LORD,
thou, and Aaron, Nadab, and Abihu, and seventy of the elders
of Israel; and worship ye afar off...then went up Moses, and
Aaron, Nadab, and Abihu, and seventy of the elders of Israel. 
10: And they saw the God of Israel: and there was under his feet
as it were a paved work of a sapphire stone, and as it were the
body of heaven in his clearness 11: And upon the nobles of the
children of Israel he laid not his hand: also they saw God, and
did eat and drink. (WOW, did you catch that, SEVENTY People
went to heaven and ATE & DRANK!) (Ex 20:22): And the LORD
said unto Moses, Thus thou shalt say unto the children of Israel,
Ye have seen that I have talked with you from heaven.

(John 17:20-24) neither pray I for these alone, but for them also
which shall believe on me through their word; (that would be
you and me)... Father, I will that they also, whom thou hast
given me, be with me where I am; that they may behold my
glory. (JESUS wants us to visit Him in heaven and SEE His
Glory!)


Fellowship with the Holy Spirit is
an everyday event. 

How do we have fellowship with the Holy Spirit? We talk to
Him; we ask Him questions, His advice and thoughts on 
everything in your life just like you would a friend standing
next to you.

“The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and
the communion of the Holy Spirit be with you all.” (2 
Corinthians 13:14) Communion means: God’s Presence. God the
Father’s desire for you is that the presence of the Holy Spirit will
be with you. 

Fellowship means, you do not need to pray to the Holy Spirit,
you simply fellowship with Him. 

Sharing together means, you share your daily life and He shares
with you. It is a two way street, just like you and your spouse. 
The Holy Spirit is your partner. The Scripture, says He is
“working with them” and “the Spirit and us,” makes it clear
that the work of the Spirit is “helping and doing” with you. You
are to have Intimacy with the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit is the
one that draws you to Jesus; He is the one you want to be
intimate with. The Spirit wants to be your closest friend, 
someone with whom you can share the deepest secrets of your
heart.

The Holy Spirit leads and guides you into the heavenly realm, 
into the supernatural things of God. You need to develop a 
relationship with the Holy Spirit.

The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, and the love of God, and the
fellowship of the Holy Spirit be with you all. (2 Corinthians
13:14)

It is always important to:
1.
Acknowledge the Holy Spirit, I just say, Hi.

2.
Thank Him for being there.

3.
Invite Him to lead you and to guide you (2 Peter 1:20-21)

4.
Fellowship (talk) with Him as you would with a friend.

5.
Be quick to obey Him.

6.
Tell Him you’re sorry when you grieved Him.

7.
When you think you are having a supernatural 
experience or heavenly encounter ask, “Is that you, Holy
Spirit?” always acknowledge Him and you will experience Him 
more. I say, “Is that you, Holy Spirit?”


How Do You Experience Heavenly
Places or Encounters

Think of heaven, and the throne as you try to image what you
are reading about it. (Colossians 3:1-2, Exodus 24:9-11; Isaiah 
6:1-8; Ezekiel 1; Daniel 7:9-10; Revelation 1:10-16; 4–5; 19:1-16; 
20:11-12; 21-22:7) Trust that the Holy Spirit is a good teacher and
trust He will lead and guide you. He is called your guide.

Here is how to enter into His presence. His presence is in
heaven and inside you.
1. Enter His GATES with THANKSGIVING. (Ps 100:4) Start
thanking Him for whatever you are thankful for. Your
relationship with Him, your kids etc. You MAGNIFY Him with 
thanksgiving. (Ps 69:30) You have MAGNIFIED your WORD
above your name. (Ps 138:2)

2. Enter His courts with PRAISE. (Ps 100:4)

3.Come into His PRESENCE with SINGING. (Ps 100:2)
4. Come to His THRONE BOLDLY. (Heb 4:16)

5. The upright (righteous YOU & ME) shall DWELL in Your
presence. (Ps)

Some Activities in Heaven

Worship (Revelation 4–5)

Eating and drinking (Exodus 24:11)

The angels never marry, nor are they given to be married, which
is exactly how Believers are that go to Heaven,

working on earth?

I have seen Scribe angels recording our words and courier
angels collecting worship.  

I have also seen messenger angels deliver the replacement body
parts.  

Usually most of the angels I see are the warring angels fighting
the demons.

As
you speak them out loud the Holy Spirit (our teacher & guide)
will give you understanding. Your faith will build as you think
on them on a daily basis. Take one and think on it all day. Say it,
ask the Holy Spirit to guide you and help you grow in faith.
Take one each day and repeat it several times, think about it, ask
the Holy Spirit to make it real to you and to give you
understanding in it.


Day 1

I have the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of 
Him, the eyes of my understanding is being enlightened; that I
may know what is the hope of His calling, what are the riches of
the glory of His inheritance in the saints (Eph 1:17). That I
would be complete in every good work to do His will, working
in him what is well pleasing in His sight, through Jesus Christ, 
(Hbr 13:21).


Day 2

I grow in grace, and [in] the knowledge of Jesus (2 Pet 3:18)  (2 
Ti 2:1) 

I am strong in the grace that is in Christ Jesus (TIS 2:1). The
grace of God that brings salvation has given me the ability to
share the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus
Christ. (2 Cr 4:6) that the name of Jesus Christ is glorified in me, 
according to the grace of Jesus Christ (2 th 1:12)


Day 3

I decree that in all things I glorify God through Jesus Christ in 
speaking and in ministering, (1Pe 4:11) I share the words of His
grace, which build me up and give me an inheritance. (Acts
20:32; Eph 5:26) and cleanse me with the washing of water by
the word. (John 6:63) which are spirit, and [they] are life.


Day 4

My speech is always seasoned with grace (Col 4:6) I don’t allow 
corrupt words to proceed out of my mouth, but what is good for
edification (build up a person not tear down), that it may impart
grace to me and the hearer. (Eph 4:29) the grace that is
exceedingly abundant, with faith and love in Jesus, (1 Titus 1:14)
as I beholding that glory I am being transformed into the same
image from glory to glory, (2 Cr 3:18) which is the image of God,
(2 Cr 4:4) I speak not on my own [authority]; but the Father who
dwells in him does the works (John 14:10) the Lord, bears
witness to that word of His grace (Acts 14:3).


Day 5

My heart is established by grace (Heb 13:9; Heb 12:28) I come
boldly to the throne of grace that I may obtain mercy and find
grace to help in time of need. (Heb 4:) grace reigns through 
righteousness to eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.  
(Rom 5:21) 


Day 6

I have the knowledge of the mystery of the kingdom of God, 
(Mark 4:11) for God’s divine power has given to me all things
that [pertain] to life and godliness, through the knowledge of 
Jesus. (2 Pe 1:3) the blood of the everlasting covenant makes me
complete in every good work to do His will…through Jesus
Christ, (2 CO 2:14) God always leads me in triumph in Christ. 


Day 7

I have the knowledge of grace of Jesus, which has made us
accepted in the Beloved. (Eph 1:6) that grace that has made sin 
not to have dominion over me, for I am not under law but under
grace. (Rom 6:14)  grace causes me to be justified freely by
redemption that is in Christ Jesus (Rom 3:24). I have an 
abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness and I reign 
in life through Jesus Christ (Rom 5:17).


Day 8

(Jud 1:24) The Lord keeps me from stumbling, (Phil 3:9) I am in 
Him, not having my own righteousness, which [is] from the law,
but that which [is] through faith in Christ, the righteousness
which is from God by faith; (Phl 3:10) that I may know Him and
the power of His resurrection though (1 Pet 1:13) My mind, is
sober, and I rest all my hope fully upon the grace that I
understood at the revelation of Jesus Christ; (Hbr 1:3) Jesus who
upholding all things by the word of His power, when He had by
Himself without our help purged our sins, sat down at the right
hand of God.


Day 9

(John 1:14) I behold His glory full of grace and truth. (Heb 13:9) 
my heart is established by grace (1 Co 15:34)
I awake to righteousness, and walk free of sin as I behold Jesus
and am transformed into that same image. (Rom 6:4) just as
Christ was raised from the dead by the glory of the Father, even 
so I also walk in newness of life.


Day 10

(Co 2:12) I am determined not to know anything among us
except Jesus Christ and Him crucified.
(John 1:1) for in the beginning was the Word, and the Word was
with God, and the Word was God.  All things were made
through Him, and without Him nothing was made that was
made. 


Day 11

(1 john 4:16-18) I know and believed the love that God has for
me, I have boldness in the Day of Judgment; because as He is, so
am I in this world. (Eph 3:16-19) I am strengthened by God’s
Spirit (Eph 3:17) rooted and grounded in love, (Eph 3:18) I
understand (Eph 3:19) and know the love of Christ, I am filled
with all the fullness of God.  (Eph 3:21)


Day 12

(1 co 1:4-9) I thank my God always for the grace of God which is
given to me by Jesus Christ; (1Cr 1:5) that in everything I am 
enriched by Jesus, in all speech, and [in] all knowledge; (1Cr 1:8)
So that Jesus makes me blameless in the day Christ. (1Cr 1:10; 1 
Co 2:1-6; 1Cr 1:9) I am called into the fellowship of his Son Jesus
Christ our Lord.


Day 13

(I Peter 4:11) I speak the words of God. 

I will minister with the abundant strength of God, so that in all 
things God may be glorified through Jesus Christ (2 
Thessalonians 3:1-2 ,5)  that the Lord's message will spread
rapidly and be honored wherever it goes. 

The Lord leads my heart into a full understanding and
expression of the love of God that comes from Christ. (1 Pet
4:10) I minister, as a good steward of the manifold grace of God.
(Ps 25:5) you lead me in your truth and teach me. (Ps 86:11 and I
will walk in Your truth. (Eph 3:7) according to the gift of the
grace of God that effectively works in me.


Day 14

(1 co 3:10) Grace laid the foundation on and now I take heed
how I builds on it. (2 co 8:7) I abound in everything – in faith, in 
speech, in knowledge, in all diligence, and in Gal 2:21.  I don’t
set aside the grace of God; for if righteousness [comes] through 
the law, then Christ died in vain. (Gal 5:4)  I don’t become
estranged from Christ, for I don’t [attempt to] be justified by
law; so I won’t fall from this grace. But instead as I behold Jesus
I am transformed into the same image.
