I don't know this by rumor; I know this by experience.

*  Faced a tough situation and
felt helpless about it?


*  Had a hard time forgiving
someone?

*  Felt like just giving up?


 


Well, I and many other Christians have had similar issues.
But the good news is, God gives us answers when we pray.



 


In this inspirational prayer collection, you will be
encouraged to know that people just like you are going through trials - and
emerging victorious!


 


What makes this book different? These are real-life prayers
for a 'right now situation' from seasoned prayer warriors. It also
includes images with power scriptures for additional encouragement.


 


 To protect the privacy of group members, some of the
names have been changed. However, I have kept the names of  my wife, Kim,
and my own.


 


When you read many of the prayers, you will feel as though
they were written just for you. The prayers will revive your faith in God's
ability to answer your prayers. You need this encouragement, especially when
you can't see how God is working.


 


While I was praying, I remembered a powerful visit to my
sister's house.  Her youngest daughter was there with her newborn, who was
less than a year old.  He was sitting in his walker in a room adjacent to
the kitchen crying.  I asked her if he needed his diaper changed, but she
said he was just hungry and she knew that without checking his diaper. 


 


She got up to prepare his bottle as the child continued to
cry.  The child, from a different room, would follow her with his eyes as
she moved back and forth in the kitchen preparing his bottle.  But he
continued to cry as if to say "Don't you hear me crying?" or
"Why won't you answer or feed me?" 


 


When she disappeared from his sight, he really started to
cry and fuss as if he had lost all hope of being fed, and yet she silently
continued to prepare his meal. 


 


I felt sorry for him because I knew and saw as an outsider
(angel to him) that his mom (godlike to him) was diligently working to get him
what he needed, but the child did not understand this nor could he see his mom
working to supply his necessity as she stepped out of his viewing range for the
moment. 


 


I picked the child up and he stopped crying long enough to
look me over with a surprised look on his face as if to say "What?"
and "Who are you?" 


 


He looked me over, at my eyes, my nose, my lips and back to
my eyes.  Then he grabbed my nose and squeezed it while still looking me
over.  After his curiosity had waned and he realized he still needed food,
he went back to howling again. 


 


However, his mom was ready to give him his bottle and she
came and took him from my arms.  Without even looking at her, he
immediately went passive because he recognized her touch and that alone was
very soothing for him.  When she gave him his bottle, his eyes seemed to
roll back in his head; he was in heaven for he was being fed and in the arms of
his mother.


 


I could easily see myself as the child, and because I know
the mom is just like God to the infant, I can now truly wait without crying for
my provision because I know my blessing is coming.  Even when I don't see
God, I know He is not far, just out of sight for the moment doing whatever He
needs to do for my welfare.


 


I pray this message really lifts your spirit  and I
hope it has encouraged you too.  


 


Do you sometimes get impatient, wanting God to hurry up and
deliver the wonderful vision he has shown you of your future?  I
know I sometimes do.  You might be in that position right now, working
on your many goals and waiting for the full benefits to manifest.


 


Two scriptures can help make the wait easier:


 


James 1:4: "But let
patience have its perfect work, that you may be perfect and complete, lacking
nothing (NKJV)." 






Remind yourself that God wants to give you His absolute best
and if your blessing is delayed, it is only because it will be better than you
imagine! 


 


Galatians 6:9: "And let us not grow weary while
doing good, for in due season we shall reap if we do not lose heart
(NKJV)."


 


Ask yourself this question: "What can I do right
now to prepare myself for receiving this blessing?"  Whatever it
is, start doing that so that you can get maximum benefit and enjoyment from the
blessing when it arrives.


 


While compiling this book, my soul was again blessed and
refreshed as I remembered how God was faithful to answer our prayers.  


 


You will also be able to review these prayers over and over
again at different times as you walk in Christ - and be strengthened and encouraged
once again.

While we sleep, You are there.


 


Even though we may have trouble in our bodies at different stages whether
physical or Spiritual, we know that You are in control and work all things for
our good.
