How to Pray Prayers That Avail Much®
Praying Scripture filled with God’s promises is a powerful prayer principle. God’s Word is His will and by praying what He says in His Word, you are confidently submitting your will to God who knows all things. When you are praying God’s will rather than yours, you are obeying the prayer Jesus taught: ...Your will be done on earth as it is in heaven. Isaiah 55:11 confirms God’s Word will accomplish its purpose. Through Christ Jesus, every promise in the Bible is available to every child of God. If you can find the promise in God’s Word, you can pray it over your life and the lives of others in faith. Since Faith comes by hearing and hearing by the Word of God, and when you pray scriptural prayers consistently, your faith increases. The Word is written on your mind and your heart.
The prayers in this book are written from Scripture promises and although they are not all-inclusive of every promise, they will jump-start your adventure in prayer. The prayers are for you, your personal life, and for others. Praying and meditating on these promises allows the Holy Spirit to make the Word a reality in your heart and you will come to believe that God will do that which He promised. The more you pray these prayers, the more understanding and insight you will receive. The light bulb of revelation will be turned on and you will begin to see your situation from God’s perspective. The words you are praying will transform your mind; you will begin to think and talk differently. Negative thoughts will be changed to positive; you will think God-thoughts and talk God’s language. Your desire to know God will increase and you will find yourself reading and searching for other promises from His Word, hungering for more and more of His presence. Seeking God and His way of doing and being right will become a way of life. The Father rewards everyone who searches for Him (Heb. 11:6).
You can take these prayers a step further by researching the meaning of each Scripture and contemplating the spiritual significance of each verse listed. Invest in a good concordance and look for other promises that you can add; keep a record of your prayer journey. God speaks to you through the pages of the Bible and as you “practice the presence of Jesus,” you will recognize the voice of the Good Shepherd speaking to you. Acknowledge the Holy Spirit who helps you pray concerning your situation.
Prayer is Communication and
 Relationship with God
Spending time in the Word of God is getting to know your Heavenly Father. John 1:1 says the Word and God are one. The prayers in this book are a guide to a more intimate relationship with your Heavenly Father because they are composed from God’s Word. The study of the Scriptures transforms your mind and you will learn how to respond to life’s problems rather than react. You will receive answers to your prayers, and you will grow more secure in God’s love for you. Your desires will begin to change and you will look for ways to please and be a blessing to Him. He joyfully hears that you—His child—are living and walking in the truth (3 John 4). He rejoices over you with singing!
It has been said that words we speak resound throughout time. The Scriptural prayers that we pray are spirit and life. Where do they go? What does heaven do with them? Let us fast forward to Revelation 5:8 where the Apostle John is watching a heavenly performance that concerns this subject of prayer. There in the throne room of Heaven twenty-four elders, each with a harp and a bowl filled with incense mixed with the prayers of God’s holy people, release a sweet aroma before the Throne of Grace. Your prayers are forever in the throne room. God honors your prayers and holds them as precious. You are His precious child and the words you speak are just as precious to Him.
Praying in Faith
God already knows your need, but Jesus taught us to ask. “I tell you the truth, my Father will give you whatever you ask in my name…. Ask and you will receive, and your joy will be complete” (John 16:23-24 NIV).
Ask believing…ask in Faith: “This is the confidence we have in approaching God: that if we ask anything according to his will, he hears us. And if we know that he hears us—whatever we ask—we know that we have what we asked of him” (1 John 5:14-15 NIV). Stay in faith by anchoring your soul in what the Scriptures promise: “Do not throw away your confidence; it will be richly rewarded” (Heb. 10:35 NIV).
Praying scriptural prayers will move you into the realm of the spirit. Don’t rush out; allow the Holy Spirit to lead your prayers. He may bring another scripture to your remembrance or move you to pray something specific about your situation that may not be included in the prayer you have selected; it may be an aspect that you have never considered. Make sure your words line up with what God’s Word says. He doesn’t need your counsel or advice on how to manifest His promises...pray according to His will and leave the “how-to” to Him. He has the plan!
After you have asked and believe that you have received, remind yourself that it will be granted to you and transform your petition into a prayer of thanksgiving. Imitate those who have gone before us. King David encouraged himself in the Lord. While others were waiting with patience, they praised God for working every-thing according to His plan. Thank God for hearing you, thank Him for answering your prayer. Praise Him for the victory now even though you don’t see the answer yet. Walk by faith and not by sight (2 Cor. 5:7).
Don’t be moved. Satan may tempt you with fear, pain, or a bad report—resist the temptation to speak negatively and do not allow yourself to be obsessed with how to work it out in your own strength. If you slip up by speaking negatively, ask forgiveness for doubting, and pick up where you left off speaking positively. Never allow Satan to magnify the circumstances. Nothing is too hard for God, and nothing is impossible to the one who believes! James 1:2-4 encourages, “When troubles come your way, consider it an opportunity for great joy. For you know that when your faith is tested, your endurance has a chance to grow. So let it grow, for when your endurance is fully developed, you will be perfect and complete, needing nothing” (NLT).
Use the armor of God. You are to put on the whole armor of God including the belt of truth, the body armor of God’s righteousness, and the shoes of the Gospel of peace that prepare you for everything. “Hold up the shield of faith to stop the fiery arrows of the devil. Put on salvation as your helmet, and take the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God. Pray in the Spirit at all times and on every occasion. Stay alert and be persistent in your prayers for all believers everywhere” (Ephesians 6:16-18 NLT). This is spiritual armor to prepare you for the spiritual and mental battle that attempts to steal your faith. There were times in my life when I had to shout the prayer aloud to drive doubt out of the portals of my mind. Meditating in these scriptures keeps you spiritually strong not only for your prayer time, but for the rest of your day.
The Bible says we can overcome the attacks of the enemy. “He (Jesus) canceled the record of the charges against us and took it away by nailing it to the cross. In this way, he disarmed the spiritual rulers and authorities. He shamed them publicly by his victory over them on the cross” (Col. 2:14-15 NLT).
Jesus stripped Satan of his authority and power, and he is a defeated foe. Satan could not keep you from receiving and acknowledging Jesus as your Lord and Savior, but he will attempt to distract and distort the truth. Satan will try to engage you in spiritual warfare by throwing darts of “what if,” or “you aren’t worthy.” He would like to convince you that God won’t hear you when you pray, but Satan is a liar. God loves you, and He longs to hear your voice. You can win by not giving up: Satan is overcome by the blood of the Lamb (Jesus Christ) and the word of your testimony—what you say matters (Rev. 12:11). Speak God’s Word boldly and courageously concerning your situation. Jesus has conquered the enemy, and you are an enforcer of His triumphant victory.
 
	Fight the good fight of faith and resist the temptation to misbelieve. (1 Tim. 6:12.)
	Withstand the attacks in your thoughts and be firm in faith—rooted, established, strong and determined. “Stand firm against him, and be strong in your faith. Remember that your Christian brothers and sisters all over the world are going through the same kind of suffering you are” (1 Pet. 5:9 NLT).
	Run with endurance the race God has set before you by keeping your eyes on Jesus, the Champion who initiates and perfects your faith. (Heb. 12:1-2 NLT.)
	God is always with you and He has given you what you need to overcome in every situation: “Now I’m turning you over to God, our marvelous God whose gracious Word can make you into what he wants you to be and give you everything you could possibly need in this community of holy friends” (Acts 20:32 MSG).

Prayer offered in the name of Jesus is limitless. Commit yourself to pray about situations right away, and pray the best way—by approaching God with His Word in your mouth, and your heart open to His Spirit. That’s what these prayers are all about!
Watch Your Words
James 5:16 says the prayers of a righteous person are powerful and effective. Words are very important—not just in your prayer time, but all the time. Sometimes we look into the mirror of God’s Word and see that we can have the petition we desire of Him, and then walk away and forget that we can have the petition we desire of Him. Your everyday conversation is to be in agreement with your prayers. Do not talk negatively or second guess God’s promises that you have chosen to pray in faith. I repeat: if you are praying according to God’s promises, don’t talk the problem; talk the answer. God is working even when you can’t see any change. Believe, only believe, and guard your words. Avoid worrying and fretting about your situation. (I rehearse Scripture verses or sing a song to myself when worry tries to take control of my thoughts.) Remember: negative talk will hinder your faith. Water your prayers with thanksgiving and praise; your prayers will prevail (Psalm 50:23). That’s the best possible response to any situation you have committed to prayer—thanksgiving and praise.
The book of James also says to be a doer of the Word and not just a hearer—a hearer who does nothing deceives himself (1:22). Keep your words and your way of life in agreement with your prayers. You release your faith by speaking the good report even before you see the answer. In Matthew 12:37, Jesus says by your words you are justified and by your words you are condemned. You cannot pray effectively for yourself, for someone else, or about something and then talk negatively about the matter and receive the answer that brings glory to the Father. This is being double minded, and a double-minded man receives nothing from God (James 1:6-8).
 
	Watch the way you talk. Let nothing foul or dirty come out of your mouth. Say only what helps, make each word a gift. Don’t grieve God. Don’t break His heart. His Holy Spirit, moving and breathing in you, is the most intimate part of your life, making you fit for Him. Don’t take such a gift for granted (Ephesians 4:29-30, MSG).
	Reflect on these words and give them time to keep your perspective in line with God’s will. Our Father has much, so very much, to say about that little member, the tongue. Take control of your words: “The tongue also is a fire, a world of evil among the parts of the body. It corrupts the whole body, sets the whole course of his life on fire, and is itself set on fire by hell” (James 3:6 NIV).
	Give the devil no opportunity by getting into worry, unforgiveness, strife, or criticism: “Therefore each of you must put off falsehood and speak truthfully to his neighbor, for we are all members of one body. ‘In your anger do not sin’: Do not let the sun go down while you are still angry, and do not give the devil a foothold” (Eph. 4:25-27 NIV). Avoid gossip and foolish talking: “Obscene stories, foolish talk, and coarse jokes—these are not for you. Instead, let there be thankfulness to God” (Eph. 5:4 NLT).
	You are to be a blessing to others: “Therefore, whenever we have the opportunity, we should do good to everyone—especially to those in the family of faith” (Gal. 6:10 NLT).

Your attitude about your problem is catching, and many will agree with the confident stand you have taken. Turn a deaf ear to those who try to discourage you. Always have a ready answer by talking the answer, not the problem. The answer is in God’s Word. Strive to gain knowledge of that Word—revelation knowledge as mentioned in 1 Corinthians 2:7-16. The Holy Spirit, your Teacher, will reveal the things that have been freely given to you by God—precious promises for your situation. The Holy Spirit wants to help you if you will take the time to listen in your spirit. God sent Him to you for that purpose (John 14:26).
Unite in Prayer
As a believer and an intercessor, unite with others who are of the same faith as you; those who are like-minded. The Word of God is your foundation…never insist on having it your way but God’s way. United prayer is a mighty weapon in the prayer arsenal. Matthew 18:19 says, “If two of you agree here on earth concerning anything you ask, my Father in heaven will do it for you” (NLT). What a powerful promise! In Hebrews 10:24-25, the Scriptures encourage believers to meet together: “And let us consider how we may spur one another on toward love and good deeds. Let us not give up meeting together, as some are in the habit of doing, but let us encourage one another” (NIV).
Praying for Others
The prayers in this book that are personal may also be used as intercessory prayers for others simply by praying them in the third person, changing the pronouns “I” or “we” to the name of the person for whom you are interceding and then adjusting the verbs accordingly. Remember that you cannot control another’s will, but your prayers prepare the way for the individual to hear and understand truth.
Ministry to Others
As you come into a closer relationship with God and a greater understanding of God’s Word through prayer, others may notice a change in your life and come to you requesting prayer or seeking advice. You may not know the exact answer to their need, but as you lead them to the Word of God, you can be confident the Father will minister to them just as He has to you. Caution: never enter into the prayer of agreement casually or superficially. Prayer is serious spiritual business!
Purpose to walk in God’s counsel and prize His wisdom (Ps. 1; Prov. 4:7-8). People are looking for something on which they can depend. When someone in need comes to you, share the Scriptures that provide the answer to their problem. Psalm 112 says of the righteous that even in darkness, light dawns for you—you who are gracious and compassionate. Affirm that your heart is secure and steadfast, trusting in the Lord. Blessed are those who trust the Lord and find delight in His Word.
How Often Should I Pray?
An often-asked question is, “How many times should I pray the same prayer?”
The answer is simple: You pray until you know the answer is fixed in your heart. After that, you need to repeat the prayer whenever adverse circumstances or long delays cause you to be tempted to doubt that your prayer has been heard and your request granted.
The Word of God is your weapon against the temptation to lose heart and grow weary in your prayer life. When that Word of promise becomes fixed in your heart, you will find yourself praising, giving glory to God for the answer, even when the only evidence you have of that answer is your own faith. Reaffirming your faith enforces the triumphant victory of our Lord Jesus Christ.
Vain Repetitions
Another question often asked is, “When we repeat prayers more than once, aren’t we praying ‘vain repetitions’?”
This is referring to the admonition of Jesus when He told His disciples: “And when you pray, do not use vain repetitions as the heathen do. For they think that they will be heard for their many words” (Matt. 6:7 NKJV). Praying the Word of God is not praying the kind of prayer that various religions pray—a kind of formula or chant. It is the living Word of God—alive and full of power (Heb. 4:12). “The world is full of so-called prayer warriors who are prayer-ignorant. They’re full of formulas and programs and advice, peddling techniques for getting what you want from God. Don’t fall for that nonsense. This is your Father you are dealing with, and He knows better than you what you need” (Matthew 6:7 MSG)
In 1 Kings 18:25-39 is a list of various manners of prayer offered to false gods. Elijah invited the false prophets of the pagan god Baal to call fire down on an altar to prove to the children of Israel that the Lord God was the only true God. The false prophets shouted, danced around their altar, and cut themselves until evening all to no avail. Then Elijah built an altar of stone, put a sacrificial bull on the altar, and covered the sacrifice with water—so much that there was a mote full of water around the altar. After he prayed a short prayer, the Lord sent fire down from heaven and burned up the sacrifice and all the water, even in the mote. The Lord is not impressed by long prayers full of eloquent words; He is impressed with a heart that follows after Him who believes in His Word.
The prayers in this book are written from the Holy Scriptures—they are not vain words. They are spirit and life and mighty through God to pull down the strongholds of the enemy (2 Cor. 10:4-6). You have a God whose eyes are over the righteous and whose ears are open to your prayer; when you pray, He listens (Ps. 34:15).
You were made righteous (or made right with God) in Christ Jesus when you accepted Him as your Lord and your prayers will avail much. They will bring salvation to the sinner, deliverance to the oppressed, healing to the sick, and prosperity to the poor. They will usher in the next move of God on the earth. In addition to affecting outward circumstances and other people, your prayers will also affect you. In the very process of praying, your life will be changed as you go from faith to faith and from glory to glory.



What Is Prayer?
The earnest (heartfelt, continued) prayer of a righteous man makes tremendous power available [dynamic in its working].
–James 5:16 AMP
Prayer is our communication or conversation with the Father—vital, personal contact with God. As your Heavenly Father and your Friend, He is truly more than enough. For every situation, He has an answer; for every heartache, He has restoration; for every sickness, He has a healing. Determine to stay in constant communion with Him—talk to Him throughout your day, listen for His direction, and do what He leads you to do: “The eyes of the Lord are upon the righteous (those who are upright and in right standing with God) and His ears are attentive to their prayer…”(1 Peter 3:12 AMP).
Prayer is not to be a religious form with no power. Pray with purpose, compose your petition in agreement with God’s will. He watches over His Word to perform it (Jeremiah 1:12). An important part of effective prayer is praying God’s promises over the situation, understanding that He will watch over His Word to make sure it happens. The Word of God is alive and powerful. It is sharper than the sharpest two-edged sword, cutting between soul and spirit, between joint and marrow. It exposes our innermost thoughts and desires (Hebrews 4:12 NLT), which sometimes need adjustment.
Scriptural prayer is the “living” Word in your mouth. When you pray God’s Word, you are speaking faith and it takes faith to please God (Heb 11:6). As you hold His Word up to Him in prayer, He sees Himself in His Word. God’s Word is your contact with your Heavenly Father. You put Him in remembrance of His Word (Isa. 43:26), asking Him for what you need in the name of the Lord Jesus. The woman in Mark 5:25-34 placed a demand on the power of God when she said, “If I can but touch the hem of His garment, I will be healed.” By faith she touched His clothes and was healed.
If you are in financial need, you “remind” God, with thanksgiving, that He supplies all of your needs according to His glorious riches that have been given to you in Christ Jesus (Phil. 4:19). (An answer to this prayer reminder may require you to seek financial counsel and change your spending habits.) God’s Word does not return to Him empty—without producing any results—but it will do all that He pleases and purposes, and it prospers everywhere He sends it (Isa. 55:11). That’s good news!
God did not leave you alone without His thoughts and His ways because you have His Word—His bond. God instructs His children to call on Him, and He will answer and show you great and mighty things (Jer. 33:3). The Holy Spirit will show you things to come! Prayer is an exciting journey of faith—not a bother.
Prayer Is Crucial
As a Christian, your first priority is to love the Lord your God with your entire being and your neighbor as yourself (Mark 12:30-31). Loving God includes getting to know Him through prayer, reading and meditation on His Word. All believers are called to pray—it is your avenue of fellowshipping with your Father. You may or may not consider yourself an “intercessor” but every believer is to pray. Every one is to pray for one another, for all saints everywhere and give thanks for all men. When you intercede (pray) for others, ask for the Father’s heart for them. Just as King David had a heart after God, you too can find your refuge in your Heavenly Father: “The one thing I ask of the LORD—the thing I seek most—is to live in the house of the LORD all the days of my life, delighting in the LORD’s perfections and meditating in his Temple” (Ps. 27:4 NLT).
The importance of knowing God personally is found throughout the Bible, but one passage in the New Testament makes it so clear. Jesus speaks of things unbelievers worry about—what to eat, what to wear—and encourages His disciples not to be concerned with those things: “But seek first his kingdom and his righteousness, and all these things will be given to you as well” (Matthew 6:33 NIV).
When you take time to pray in faith believing in God’s Word, you are seeking His kingdom and His righteousness and God brings your requests to pass. He says His eyes search the whole earth to show Himself strong in behalf of those who are totally committed to Him (2 Chron. 16:9 MSG). In Christ you are made holy and blameless. You are His very own child (Eph. 1:4-5). He tells you to come boldly to the Throne of Grace and receive mercy and find grace to help in your time of need (Heb. 4:16). You have an open invitation to talk to your Father any time and as much as you want. He wants to hear from you.
The Art of Prayer
The prayers in this book are designed to teach and train you in the art of prayer. There are many different kinds of prayer, such as the prayer of thanksgiving and praise, the prayer of dedication and worship, and the prayer that changes things (not God). (It has been my experience that more often than not, God changes me and I change things. Change brings about change.) These various kinds of prayers are included in this book and categorized for you to learn how to pray in each situation.
As you pray scripturally, you will be reinforcing the prayer armor. “Put on the full armor of God, so that you can take your stand against the devil’s schemes” (Ephesians 6: 11 NIV). The fabric from which the armor is made is the Word of God: the belt of truth, the breastplate of righteousness, the shoes of readiness that come from the gospel of peace, the shield of faith, the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the Word of God (Ephesians 6:14-17). “Pray at all times (on every occasion, in every season) in the Spirit, with all [manner of] prayer and entreaty” (v. 18 AMP). This prayer armor is for every believer to put on and wear at all times.
Second Corinthians 10:4-5 reveals another reference to the battle you face in your walk of faith: “We use God’s mighty weapons, not worldly weapons, to knock down the strongholds of human reasoning and to destroy false arguments. We destroy every proud obstacle that keeps people from knowing God. We capture their rebellious thoughts and teach them to obey Christ” (NLT). When you are planning your scriptural prayer strategy, often the mind becomes a battlefield and spiritual warfare ensues. You purpose to do all you know to do to make your stand and having done all, you stand without wavering.
In 1 Timothy 2 we are admonished that, “…requests, prayers, intercession and thanksgiving be made for everyone— for kings and all those in authority, that we may live peaceful and quiet lives in all godliness and holiness. This is good, and pleases God our Savior, who wants all men to be saved and to come to a knowledge of the truth” (1 Tim. 2:1-4 NIV). Prayer is the responsibility of believers and it is important to our Heavenly Father.
Prayer must be the foundation of every Christian endeavor. Jesus says you are to live by every word that proceeds from the mouth of God (Luke 4:4). Desire the whole counsel of God because it has the ability to bring positive changes to your life. By receiving His counsel through the Word, you will be “…transformed (changed) by the [entire] renewal of your mind [by its new ideals and its new attitude], so that you may prove [for yourselves] what is the good and acceptable and perfect will of God, even the thing which is good and acceptable and perfect [in His sight for you]” (Rom. 12:2 AMP).
No believer should have to live apart from God’s blessings—ignorant of God’s Word. God desires for His people to be successful, to be filled with a full, deep, and clear knowledge of His will (His Word) and to bear fruit in every good work (Col. 1:9-13). Your prayer life is to be effective. God’s intent is for you to be victorious in every prayer initiative. You have divine Helpers…Jesus at the right hand of the Father and the Holy Spirit who lives in you! That is how you bring honor and glory to God (John 15:8). He desires for you to know how to pray, for “the prayer of the upright is his delight” (Prov. 15:8).
Using the Word of God in Prayer
Using God’s Word on purpose, specifically, in prayer is one kind of prayer, and it is a very effective and accurate method. Jesus says, “The words (truths) that I have been speaking to you are spirit and life” (John 6:63 AMP).
When Jesus faced Satan in the wilderness, He said, “It is written…it is written…it is written.” You are to live, be upheld, and be sustained by every word that comes from the mouth of God (Matt. 4:4).
James, by the Spirit, says you do not have because you do not ask. You ask and don’t receive because you ask with wrong motives (James 4:2-3 NIV). That’s a strong word! Strive to become an expert in prayer—learn to ask God to reveal His will and evaluate your motives. When you spend consistent time in the Word and in prayer, you will be able to correctly explain and handle the Word of Truth (2 Tim. 2:15 NLT). You will gain a greater understanding of how to pray the Word over your situations.
Using the Word in prayer is not taking it out of context—God’s Word in you is the key to answered prayer—prayer that brings results. When you pray He “…is able to do exceedingly abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that works in us” (Eph. 3:20 NKJV). The power lies within God’s Word. It is anointed by the Holy Spirit. The Spirit of God does not lead you apart from the Word; the Word is of the Spirit of God. Apply that Word personally to yourself—not adding or taking from it—in the name of Jesus. Apply the Word to the now—to those things, circumstances, and situations facing you now.
God’s Word in prayer is not something you just rush through, uttering once. There is nothing “magical” or “manipulative” about it—no set pattern to follow or device to employ in order to satisfy what you want or think out of your natural mind. Instead, you are holding God’s Word before Him. Jesus said for you to ask the Father in His name. Ask and believe, expecting His divine intervention (2 Cor. 4:18). Asking “in the name of Jesus” is not just a byline or magic words you tack on to the end of your prayers. Asking in the name of Jesus means you are making the same petition as He would make. Always remain in agreement with His word.
The Holy Spirit is Our Helper
The Father has not left you helpless. Not only has He given you His Word, but also He has given you the Holy Spirit to help you in your weakness when you don’t know how to pray (Rom. 8:26 NLT). The Holy Spirit is a divine helper, and He will direct your prayer and help you pray when you are struggling. Our Father has provided His people with every possible avenue to ensure their complete and total victory in this life in the name of our Lord Jesus (1 John 5:3-5). Pray to the Father, in the name of Jesus, through the Holy Spirit, according to the Word.
The Prayers of Paul
Paul was very specific and definite in his praying. The first chapters of Ephesians, Philippians, Colossians, and 2 Thessalonians are examples of how Paul prayed for believers. There are numerous others. Search them out. Paul wrote under the inspiration of the Holy Spirit. You can pray these Spirit-given prayers today; they are powerful and effective.
In 2 Corinthians 1:11, 2 Corinthians 9:14, and Philippians 1:4, you see examples of how believers prayed one for another—putting others first in their prayer life with joy. Your faith works by love (Gal. 5:6). You grow spiritually as you reach out to help others—praying for and with them and holding out to them the Word of Life (Phil. 2:16).
The Word of God Changes You
Man is a spirit, he has a soul, and he lives in a body (1 Thess. 5:23). In order to live a successful Christian life, you should take care of each of these three parts. Your body needs food and water for physical strength. The soul, or intellect, needs intellectual stimulation to continue to learn, develop, and stay alert. But it is the spirit—the heart or inward man—that is the real you, the part that has been made brand new in Christ Jesus. It must have spiritual food, which is God’s Word, in order to produce and develop faith. As you read, focus, and meditate on God’s Word, your mind will become renewed with His Word, and you will have a fresh mental and spiritual attitude (Eph. 4:23-24). You’ll begin to think like God thinks which produces life instead of the way the world thinks which produces death: “Letting your sinful nature control your mind leads to death. But letting the Spirit control your mind leads to life and peace” (Rom. 8:6 NLT).
In the same way you renew your mind, you can also present your body as a living sacrifice: “Give your bodies to God because of all he has done for you. Let them be a living and holy sacrifice—the kind he will find acceptable. This is truly the way to worship him. Don’t copy the behavior and customs of this world, but let God transform you into a new person by changing the way you think. Then you will learn to know God’s will for you, which is good and pleasing and perfect” (Rom. 12:1-2 NLT).
Refuse to let your physical body or your soul (your natural mind, will, and emotions) dominate your decisions. The very best for your body and soul is to be in subjection to the spirit man where there is life and peace (1 Cor. 9:27). In Proverbs 4:20-22 you find that God’s Word is healing and health to our natural man: “Listen carefully to my words. Don’t lose sight of them. Let them penetrate deep into your heart, for they bring life to those who find them, and healing to their whole body” (NLT). God’s Word affects each part of you—spirit, soul, and body. You become vitally united to the Father, to Jesus, and to the Holy Spirit—one with Them (John 16:13-15; John 17:21; Col. 2:10).
Purpose to hear, accept, and welcome the Word. As you learn to believe the Word, speak the Word, and act on the Word, you’ll find it is a creative force. Not only does it change circumstances, but it also changes you. The Word is a double-edged sword, often placing a demand on you to change attitudes and behaviors toward the person for whom you are praying!
Many people agree that the Bible is true but do not do what it says; they are mental assenters. Real faith is acting on God’s Word now. Sometimes faith is purposing in your heart to believe what you are saying and sometimes it is an action God leads you take. Without practicing the Word you cannot build your faith. To develop an active prayer life, God’s Word actually has to be a part of your life. “In the same way, faith by itself, if it is not accompanied by action, is dead” (James 2:17 NIV). The Lord Jesus is in heaven presenting your prayers to the Father—you are to hold tight to your profession of faith: “Since we have a great high priest who has gone through the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold firmly to the faith we profess” (Heb. 4:14 NIV).
Meditation
Prayer does not cause faith to work, but faith causes prayer to work. Any prayer problem is a lack of knowledge or a problem of doubt—doubting the integrity of the Word and the ability of God to stand behind His promises or the statements of fact in the Word. But this can be resolved by preparing your heart.
You can spend fruitless hours in prayer if your heart is not prepared beforehand. Preparation of the heart or the spirit comes from meditation in the Father’s Word, meditation on who you are in Christ, and what He is to you. It is the same for you just as God told Joshua (Josh. 1:8), as you meditate on the Word day and night and do according to all that is written, you will make your way prosperous and have good success. Attend to God’s Word, submit to His sayings, keep them in the center of your heart, and put away contrary talk (Prov. 4:20-24).
Prayer based upon the Word rises above the senses, contacts the Author of the Word, and sets His spiritual laws into motion. It is not just saying prayers that brings results, but it is spending time with the Father, learning His wisdom, drawing on His strength, being filled with His quietness, and receiving His love.
In this book there is a section of personal confessions (affirmations) that will bring you into agreement with God’s will for you. These Scriptures are set aside for you to meditate on and say over your life on a regular basis. When you speak them out, they clear the negative thoughts the enemy brings—thoughts that you are unworthy and powerless. The truth contained in these Scriptures will build your inner being and strengthen your faith to believe and not doubt God’s Word. Don’t let the lies of the enemy or the cares of this life hold back your prayer life. Discover the person God has made you in Christ Jesus and begin the wonderful, exciting adventure of prayer.



Personal Confessions
LORD, I love You with all my heart, all my soul, and all my mind, and my neighbor as I love myself because You first loved me. (Matthew 22:34-39; 1 John 4:19)
Jesus is Lord over my spirit, my soul, and my body. (Phil. 2:9-11)

Fasting
 I. Beginning a Fast
Introduction
There are different kinds of fasts: a total fast from foods and liquids for a short interval of time; a liquid fast, in which only water may be drunk; a juice fast, which involves drinking water and a given amount of juices at normal mealtimes; a fast from meats, in which only fruits and vegetables may be eaten.
It is important to understand the effects of fasting on the spirit, soul, and body. Before committing to a fast, I encourage you to study the Word of God and to read books that provide important nutritional and other health information. Understanding will help you avoid harm and injury—both physical and spiritual.
Do not flaunt your fast, but do talk with your family and close associates if necessary to let them know what you are doing. (Personal note: During times of fasting, I continue to prepare meals at home for my family.)
Prayer
Father, I dedicate this fast to You and ask You to give me wisdom and understanding in the areas for which I’m concerned—my faith is in You alone. (Write out your concerns and keep them in front of you. Do not lose sight of the reason for your fast.)
I humble myself before You, Father. In agreement with Daniel 10:2-3, I will eat no______ for the period of______ .
I honor the words of Jesus by making myself look nice so no one will know I am fasting, except for You, Father. You are always with me and can see what is done in private. It is You who reward me.
I have confidence that if I ask anything according to Your will, You hear me. And if I know that You hear me—whatever I ask—I know I have what I have asked of You.
Father, I delight myself in You, and You give me the desires of my heart. You cause my thoughts to become agreeable to Your will and so my plans are established and succeed.
I determine to fast the way You want: to set free those who are held by chains without any reason, to untie the ropes that hold people as slaves, to set free those who are crushed—to break every evil chain. I will share my food with hungry people, provide homeless people with a place to stay, give naked people clothes to wear, and provide for the needs of my own family. Then the light of Your blessing will shine on me like the rising sun. You will heal me quickly. You will march out ahead of me. And Your glory will follow behind me and guard me.
Father, God of peace, thank You for making me pure, belonging only to You. My motives are weighed by You, Lord, and as I commit this fast to You, You establish my plans—You have the final word.
Father, Your Word lasts forever—it is as permanent as the heavens. Your truth endures through all the ages; You have set the earth in place, and it remains. All things remain to this day because You have ordained it, because they are all Your servants.
In Jesus’ name, amen.

II. Ending a Fast
Introduction
It is best to break a fast by eating fruit, broth, or a light salad, gradually adding other foods day-by-day depending on the length of the fast.
Prayer
Lord, You are my Light and my Salvation; whom will I fear? You are the Strength of my life; of whom will I be afraid?
You have given me the desires of my heart. You have answered my prayers—praise You, Lord! May You be glorified! Thank You that I am full of life and strength today. I break this fast as You have directed and thank You for this food because it is made acceptable by Your Word and prayer.
In Jesus’ name, amen.

Giving Thanks to God
Introduction
God saw you before you were born (Ps. 139:13-16). He knew your mother and father and the circumstances of the home where you were to grow up. He knew the schools you would attend and the neighborhood in which you would live.
God gave you the ability to survive and walked with you through good times and bad. He gave you survival techniques and guardian angels to keep and protect you (Ps. 91:11). Even before He made the world, God loved you and chose you in Christ to be holy and without fault in His eyes (Eph. 1:4 NLT).
He cried with you when you cried. He laughed with you when you laughed. He was grieved when you were misunderstood and treated unfairly. He watched and waited, looking forward to the day when you would receive Jesus as your Savior. To as many as received Him, He gave the power, the right, and the authority to become the sons of God (John 1:12 AMP). He longs for your fellowship, desiring for you to know Him more and more intimately.
Your survival techniques were probably different than mine. Whatever they were, and whatever your life may have been like up to this point, the peace of God can change the regrets and the wounds of the past into thanksgiving and praise. You can experience wholeness by earnestly and sincerely praying this prayer.
Prayer

Healing from Abuse
Introduction
This prayer can be applied to any form of abuse—physical, mental, emotional, or sexual. I wrote it after reading T. D. Jakes’ book, Woman, Thou Art Loosed.5 By praying it, I personally have experienced victory and freedom—I am no longer a victim but a victor!
Prayer
Thank You, Father, for revealing to me the Person of Jesus. Jesus, You are my great High Priest, and I ask You to loose me from this “infirmity.” The abuse I suffered pronounced me guilty and condemned. I was bound in an emotional prison, crippled and could in no way raise myself up. You have called me to Yourself, and I have come.
Thank You for Your anointing to heal broken hearts—the emotional wounds of the past. You are the Truth that reveals the person You created me to be, and I am free from the shame that held me in bondage.
Thank You, Lord, for guiding me through the steps to emotional wholeness. You began this good work in me, and You will carry it through to completion on the day of Christ Jesus.
Father, I desire and purpose to live in the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus. This Spirit of life in Christ, like a strong wind, has magnificently cleared the air, freeing me from a fated lifetime of brutal tyranny at the hands of abuse.
With this freedom, I choose to forget the past and look forward to what lies ahead. I press on to reach the end of the race and receive the heavenly prize for which God, through Christ Jesus, is calling me. The past no longer controls my thinking patterns or my behavior.
Because I belong to Christ, I have become a new person. The old life is gone; a new life has begun! Just as Jesus was raised from the dead through the glory of the Father, I too live a new life.
Forgive me, Father, for self-hatred and self-condemnation. Thank You for the blood of Jesus that cleanses me from all sin. You sent Jesus that I may have life and have it more abundantly and I receive this promise.
Your righteousness does not grow from human anger so I throw all spoiled virtue and cancerous evil in the garbage. In simple humility, I submit to You, my Gardener who is landscaping me with the Word, making a salvation-garden of my life.
Father, by Your grace, I forgive my abuser(s) and ask You to help them turn from sin so that they are not lost.
In the name of Jesus I pray, amen.

Breaking the Curse of Abuse
Introduction
Christ redeemed us from the curse of the law by becoming a curse for us, for it is written: “Cursed is everyone who is hung on a tree.”
Galatians 3:13 NIV
On a Sunday morning after I had taught a lesson titled “Healing for the Emotionally Wounded,” a young man wanted to speak with me. I listened intently as he told me that he had just been released from jail and was now on probation for physically abusing his family. His wife had filed for divorce, and he was living alone. It was not easy for him to confess his sin to me, and I was impressed by his humble attitude.
He said, “I am glad that this message is being given in the church and the abused can receive ministry. Is there anywhere that the abuser can go to receive spiritual help?”
He shared with me that he was attending a support group for abusers. He desired to commit to a church where he could receive forgiveness and acceptance. He knew that any lasting change would have to be from the inside out by the Spirit. I prayed with him, but it would be three years before I could write a prayer for the abuser.
As I read, studied, and sought the Lord, I discovered that the abuser is usually a person who has been abused. Often the problem is a generational curse that has been in the family of the abuser for as far back as anyone can remember. Many times the abuser declares that he will never treat his wife and children as he has been treated, but in spite of his resolve, he finds himself reacting in the same violent manner.
The generational curse can be reversed if the abuser is willing to allow God to remove the character flaws that have held him in bondage.
If you are an abuser, I encourage you to pray this prayer for yourself until it becomes a reality in your life. If you know someone who is an abuser, pray this as a prayer of intercession in the third person.
Prayer
Father, I openly say Jesus Christ is my Lord, and I believe that You raised Him from death. Thank You, Lord, that I am saved and part of Your kingdom. I ask that Your will be done in my life.
You have rescued me from the dominion of darkness and brought me into the Kingdom of the Son You love. Once I was darkness, but now I am light in You, Lord; I walk as a child of light. The abuse is exposed and reproved by the light—it is made visible and clear; and where everything is visible and clear there is light.
Father, help me to grow in grace (undeserved favor, spiritual strength) and recognition and knowledge and understanding of my Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ, so that I may experience Your love and trust You to be a Father to me.
The history of my earthly family is filled with abusive behavior—hatred, strife, and rage. The painful memory of past abuse (verbal, emotional, physical, and/or sexual) has caused me to be hostile and abusive to others.
I want to do what God’s Word says, not just listen to It. I know that nothing good lives in my sinful nature. It seems when I want to do what is right I inevitably do what is wrong. There is another power within me that is at war with my mind—a power that makes me a slave to the sin that is still within me. This pain has caused me to hurt myself and others. Who can free me? Thank God, the answer is in Jesus Christ my Lord. Because I belong to Him, the power of the life-giving Spirit frees me from the power of sin that leads to death.
In Jesus’ name, I confess my sin of abuse, resentment, and hostility toward others, and I ask You to forgive me. You are faithful and just to forgive my sin and cleanse me from everything I’ve done wrong. I renounce the sin of abuse. I refuse to give the devil a way to defeat me by perpetuating the generational curse of anger and abuse.
Jesus Christ rescued me from the curse. When He hung on the cross, He took upon Himself the curse for my wrongdoing. So I stand firm against all strategies of the devil by putting on all of God’s armor—truth, righteousness, peace, faith, and salvation. I take the sword of the Spirit, which is the Word of God and stay alert by praying in the Spirit.
Thank You, Father, that the evil power of abuse is broken down. I give myself completely to You. I stand against the devil and he runs from me. The need to hurt others no longer controls me or my family.
In Jesus’ name, amen.

Thank You, Father, for sending Your Word to heal me and deliver me from all my destructions. Jesus, You are the Word who became human and lived among us. You took on Yourself my troubles (sickness, weakness, and distresses) and carried my sorrows and pains. You were hurt for my wrong-doing. You were crushed for my sins. You were punished so I would have peace. You were beaten so I would be healed and made whole.
Father, I pay attention to what You say and listen carefully to Your words. I will not lose site of them. I let them penetrate deep into my heart, for they bring life and healing to my whole body. You forgive my sins, heal all my diseases, redeem me from death, crown me with love and tender mercies, and fill my life with good things. My youth is renewed like the eagles!
The Spirit of God, who raised Jesus from the dead, lives in me. And just as God raised Christ from the dead, He will give life to my mortal body by this same Spirit living within me. Thank You that I will prosper in all things and be in health, even as my soul prospers.

Healing from Chronic Fatigue Syndrome
Introduction
All fatigue does not fall into the category of Chronic Fatigue Syndrome. Most people at one time or another have feelings of apathy and energy loss—times when they go to bed tired and get up tired.
There are cases of fatigue that last for weeks, months, or even years. The medical profession has not determined the causes of Chronic Fatigue Syndrome and does not know its cure. In most individuals it simply runs its course.6 Where there is no way, Jesus is the Way, the Truth, and the Life. God sent His Word to heal you and deliver you from all your destructions (Ps. 107:20).
According to those who have shared their experience with this syndrome, they have flu-like symptoms—they feel achy with a low-grade fever. One person who suffers from Chronic Fatigue Syndrome for whom we pray is considered disabled and cannot work regularly.
You and I are created triune beings—spirit, soul, and body (1 Thess. 5:23). The apostle John wrote, “Beloved, I pray that you may prosper in all things and be in health, just as your soul prospers” (3 John 2 NKJV).
God’s Word is medicine to our whole body (Prov. 4:20-22 NLT). If any type of medication is to bring relief and a cure, it is necessary to follow the prescribed dosage. This is true with “spiritual” medicine. It is imperative to take doses of God’s Word daily through reading, meditating, and listening to healing Scriptures. The spirit, soul, and body are interrelated; it is the Word of God that brings the entire being into harmony.
God made us and knows us inside and out. He sent His Word to heal us and to deliver us from all our destructions (Ps. 107:20). Prayer prepares us to take action. Jesus said that if we pray in secret, our Heavenly Father will reward us openly (Matt. 6:6). Prayer includes praise, worship, and petition.
Prayer prepares us for change—it equips us for action. It puts us in tune and in harmony with the Spirit of God—He hovered over the waters in the beginning of creation and brings rivers of living waters that flow from within us (Gen. 1:2; John 7:38 NIV). He is waiting for us to speak, to move—to act out our faith. The ministry of the Holy Spirit is revealed in the names ascribed to Him—Comforter, Counselor, Helper, Advocate, Intercessor, Strengthener, Standby (John 16:7 AMP). He is with us and in us (John 14:17).
Prayer
Father, in the name of Jesus, I come to Your throne of grace with confidence, so I may receive mercy and find grace to help in time of need. I praise You, the God and Father of my Lord Jesus Christ! You have blessed me with every spiritual blessing that heaven has to offer. I humble myself under Your mighty hand and cast the care of this condition onto You. Thank You for giving me rest.
Today I choose to speak words of life and release my faith. Father, Chronic Fatigue Syndrome is a curse, not a blessing. Jesus became a curse and at the same time, dissolved the curse for our sin. And now, because of that, the air is cleared and I can see that Abraham’s blessing is present and available for me. I am able to receive Your life, Your Spirit, just the way Abraham received it.
Christ bought my freedom with His own blood and the law of the Spirit of life which is in Christ Jesus, the law of my new being, has freed me from the law of sin and death.
Christ is in me and the Spirit of God who raised Jesus from the dead lives in me. And He who raised Christ from the dead will also give life to my mortal body through His Spirit who lives in me.
You, Sovereign Lord, have given me Your words of wisdom, bringing comfort to the weary. Morning by morning You waken me and open my understanding to Your will.
I have strength for all things in Christ who empowers me—I am ready for anything and equal to anything through Him who infuses inner strength into me; I am self-sufficient in Christ’s sufficiency.
You are my Light and my Salvation—whom will I fear? The strength of the Lord is my life—of whom will I be afraid? Lord, You are a shield around me—my Glory, and the One who holds my head high. When I cry out to You, You answer me. When I lie down and sleep, I wake up in safety, for You are watching over me.
Father, I put on all Your armor so I can stand firm against all the strategies of the devil. I am able to resist the enemy in the time of evil, knowing that You are watching to make sure Your Word will not return to You empty, but will accomplish what You desire and achieve the purpose for which You sent it. You have sent Your Word to heal me!
Christ bore my sins in His body on the cross so I could stop living for sin and start living for what is right. I am healed because of His wounds.
I throw off the spirit of heaviness and exchange it for a garment of praise. Thank You for Christ’s great strength that works so powerfully in me.

Healing for Damaged Emotions

Your Word says You made all the delicate, inner parts of my body and knit me together in my mother’s womb, and that Your workmanship is marvelous! Now I am Your masterpiece, created anew in Christ Jesus.
Father, You did not give me a spirit of fear; I will not be afraid and I will not be put to shame. I will not be humiliated. You gave me beauty for ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, and the garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness that I may be called a tree of righteousness, the planting of the Lord, that You may be glorified. I sing psalms, hymns, and spiritual songs, making music to You, Lord, in my heart. Just as David did in 1 Samuel 30:6, I encourage myself in You.
I stand acceptable to You, Father, because I believe in You, who raised Jesus my Lord from the dead. Jesus was betrayed and put to death because of my misdeeds and was raised to secure my acquittal, absolving me from all guilt before You, Father. You anointed Jesus and sent Him to bind up and heal my broken heart and liberate me from the shame of my youth and the imperfections of my caretakers. Because Jesus is my Lord, I choose to forgive all those who have wronged me in any way. You promised You will not leave me without support as I complete the forgiveness process. I take comfort and am encouraged and confidently say, “The Lord is my Helper; I will not be seized with alarm. What can man do to me?”
Your light penetrates my spirit, Lord—You are able to see my deepest parts, and the Holy Spirit leads me into all truth. When reality exposes shame and emotional pain, I remember that my present sufferings are not worth comparing with the glory that will be revealed in me! Jesus was punished so I could have peace. He was beaten so I could be healed. As Your child, Father, I have a joyful and confident hope of eternal salvation. This hope will never disappoint, delude, or shame me, for God’s love has been poured out in my heart through the Holy Spirit who has been given to me. Amen.

Victory Over Depression
It has been stated that an estimated 19 million American adults are living with major depression. Depression was a constant companion of mine for many years, and I know from experience how this medical illness can lead to thoughts of suicide. Several years ago on a gray, dreary day in January, God reached down and lifted me from the deep mud of depression where my feet could not touch the bottom. The Holy Spirit began to teach me how to stand in my deliverance from depression by declaring Scriptures that I posted on my refrigerator and bathroom mirror. I came to believe that “whom the Son has set free is free indeed” and that I could choose to retain the familiar feelings and negative thoughts—or—I could speak God’s Word over myself.
It was not easy in the beginning because my feelings had controlled me for many years, but by the grace of God I was persistent and victory is mine in the name of Jesus. Feelings of worthlessness were replaced by “I am accepted in the Beloved;” guilt (self-blame) was replaced with “there is no condemnation to those who are in Christ Jesus.” Obsessive thinking was replaced by thinking on good things and/or rewriting past events of failure. I now see every failure, every mistake as a stepping stone to emotional health and spiritual growth.
Prayer
Father, You are my shelter and my refuge in times of trouble, even here in the midst of depression. Regardless of these negative feelings, I choose to lean on and put my trust in You, for You will not abandon me. I put my hope in You and praise You, my Savior and my God. Depression is an enemy and has no place here!
Lord, You lift me up when I am weighed down and protect me when I allow feelings of anxiety. So I purpose to wait on You, Lord, and when I feel weak, the Holy Spirit reminds me to say that I am strong. With Your help, my heart takes courage. You are saving me and helping me establish myself in rightness—in conformity with Your will and order. I resist the feelings of depression and declare I am far from even the thought of oppression or destruction; I am not afraid and terror cannot come near me. I trust in the name of Jesus and I rely on You, Lord.
Father, You have thoughts and plans for my welfare and peace, to give me a future and a hope. When my thoughts are fixed on You, You keep me in perfect peace. Peace of mind and heart I receive from You as a gift so I will not be troubled or afraid.
In the name of Jesus, I loose self-defeating thought patterns from my mind. I tear down strongholds that have protected bad perceptions about myself. I give myself completely to You, Father, and take my stand against fear, discouragement, self-pity, and depression. I will not give the devil a way to defeat me by harboring resentment, holding onto self-hatred, anger toward myself and others, or feeling guilty. I surround myself with songs and shouts of deliverance from depression, and I will continue to gain the victory by the blood of the Jesus and the word of my witness.
Father, I receive a spirit of power, love, and a calm and well-balanced mind with discipline and self-control, which You have given me. I cooperate with the Spirit of God who is helping me renew my thoughts and attitudes with Your Word. Thank You for giving me Christ’s way of thinking, so I can now make intelligent decisions without fear.
You are the Lifter of my head and I walk a straight path—healed and whole. I arise from the depression and circumstances that have kept me down. I rise to new life; I shine with the glory of the Lord.
You have rescued me from this evil world in which I live and I praise You, for the joy of the Lord is my strength. Amen.

Healing from Hypersensitivity
Introduction
“A new command I give you: Love one another. As I have loved you, so you must love one another. By this all men will know that you are my disciples, if you love one another” (John 13:34-35 NIV).
Hypersensitivity can be an asset, but more often it seems to be a liability. Hypersensitive personalities usually avoid large crowds, and most group activites are energy drains for them. They are most comfortable and energized from being alone. God said it is not good for individuals to be alone. It is difficult to achieve emotional wholeness and spiritual growth alone. The royal law of love is the counteragent for hypersensitivity. Love gives and is developed in community…by fellowship and communion with others.
First Corinthians 13:5 AMP reveals that love “...is not conceited (arrogant and inflated with pride); it is not rude (unmannerly) and does not act unbecomingly. Love (God’s love in us) does not insist on its own rights or its own way, for it is not self-seeking; it is not touchy or fretful or resentful; it takes no account of the evil done to it [it pays no attention to a suffered wrong].”
An overly sensitive personality experiences feelings of alienation, irritability, and resentment in relationships. Depression often is a major problem.
The hypersensitive person has usually suffered deep hurt from rejection and needs a great deal of approval and validation from others. This individual is excessively sensitive to remarks that may or may not be intended to be hurtful. It is difficult for a person of this nature to trust others, to accept constructive criticism or advice; and this weakness hinders positive relationships. When presentations or suggestions are rejected, that action is taken as a personal attack.
Hypersensitivity is an enemy that can be overcome by receiving God’s unconditional love and renewing the mind. In waging the good warfare, we have God-given weapons to overthrow our adversary—the enemy of the soul. These weapons include, among other things: the anointing that is upon Jesus to bind up and heal the brokenhearted (Luke 4:18), the sword of the Spirit, which is the Word of God (Eph. 6:17), the shield of faith (Eph. 6:16), and the help of the Holy Spirit (John 14:16 AMP), which may come through a Christian counselor, a minister, or a friend.
James instructed us, “Confess to one another therefore your faults (your slips, your false steps, your offenses, your sins); and pray [also] for one another, that you may be healed and restored [to a spiritual tone of mind and heart]. The earnest (heartfelt, continued) prayer of a righteous man makes tremendous power available [dynamic in its working]” (James 5:16 AMP). We are overcomers by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of our testimony! (Rev. 12:11).
Prayer
Father, forgive me for being self-conscious. I have attempted to control situations and demanded others to measure up to my expectations. I realize I have released my anger either by withdrawing or by lashing out inappropriately. I confess this as sin, asking for and receiving Your forgiveness, knowing that You are faithful and just to forgive my sin and cleanse me from everything I’ve done wrong. I forgive those who have wronged me, and I ask for healing of my anger and unresolved hurts.
I realize that I am responsible for my own behavior, and I am accountable to You for my words and actions. Give me the courage to go to those I have offended and make amends when it is appropriate.
Thank You for the Holy Spirit who leads me into truth—the truth that makes me free. You have sent Your Word and healed me and delivered me from my destructions.
Father, help me to be strong in You and in Your great power. Your power makes me patient and strong enough to endure anything—hypersensitivity, irritability, and touchiness—and I choose to be truly happy.
I desire to be well-balanced (temperate, sober of mind), vigilant, and cautious at all times; I recognize the enemy—the devil—who roams around like a lion roaring, seeking someone to seize upon and devour. In the name of Jesus, I withstand him, firm in faith [against his onset—rooted, established, strong, immovable, and determined].
I live under the protection of God Most High and stay in the shadow of God Almighty.
I purpose to walk in love toward my family members, my associates, and my neighbors with the help of the Holy Spirit. The Son has set me free and I am absolutely free.
Thank You, Father, for the power Christ has given me. He leads me and makes me to win in everything. I continue to gain the victory in my life by the blood of Jesus and the word of my witness. Amen.

In the face of this feeling of guilt and unworthiness, I receive my forgiveness, and the pressure is gone—my guilt dissolved, my sin disappeared. I am blessed, for You have forgiven my transgressions—You have covered my sins. I am blessed, for You will never count my sins against me.
Father, even before You made the world, You loved me and chose me in Christ to be holy and without fault in Your eyes. You are so rich in kindness and grace that You purchased my freedom with the blood of Your Son and forgave my sins.
Lord, I have received Your Son, Jesus. I believe in His name, and He has given me the right to become Your child. I acknowledge You, Lord, as my Father. Thank You for forgiving me and absolving me of all guilt. I have gained the victory on account of the blood of Jesus and the word of my witness.

This is an opportunity to rejoice, not because we feel like rejoicing, but because Jesus taught us to be of good cheer. He has overcome the world and deprived it of its power to harm us. Most often it is pride that prevents us from letting go and casting the care over on the Lord. May we be willing to humble ourselves before Him and receive His mercy and grace to help in our time of need.
Prayer
Why am I discouraged? Why is my heart sad? I will put my hope in God! I will praise him again—my Savior and my God!
Father, You oppose the proud but favor the humble. I give myself completely to You. In the name of Jesus, I stand against the devil, and he runs from me. I stand against the cares of the world which try to pressure me daily. Unless the Lord builds the house, the work of the builders is wasted. Unless the Lord gives me the responsibility, I will not take it.
Jesus, I am tired and I come to You with my heavy burdens. You promised to give me rest. I accept your teaching and learn from You. You are gentle and humble in spirit and I will be able to rest. The teaching that You ask me to accept is easy and the load You give me to carry is light.
I give my burdens to You, Lord, and You will take care of me. You will not allow me to slip and fall.
In the name of Jesus, I withstand the devil. I am firm in my faith against his onset— rooted, established, strong, immovable, and determined. I enter into God’s rest so I can rest from my own works. I try as hard as I can to enter God’s rest so that I will not fail to obey Him.
Father, thank You that Your presence goes with me and that You give me rest. I am still and rest in You, Lord; I wait for You and patiently lean upon You. I will not fret, for You left me a gift—peace of mind and heart—so I will not be troubled or afraid. I will put my hope in You, God. I will praise You again my Savior and my God! Amen.

Discouragement
Introduction
Moses returned to the Lord and said, “O Lord, why have you brought trouble upon this people? Is this why you sent me? Ever since I went to Pharaoh to speak in your name, he has brought trouble upon this people, and you have not rescued your people at all” (Exodus 5:22-23 NIV).
Here in this passage, we find Moses discouraged, complaining to God.
It is important that we approach God with integrity and in an attitude of humility. But because we fear saying something negative, we sometimes cross the line of honesty into the line of denial and delusion.
Let’s be honest. God already knows what we are feeling. He can handle our anger, complaints, and disappointments. He understands us. He is aware of our human frailties (Ps. 103:14) and can be touched with the feelings of our infirmities (Heb. 4:15).
Whether your “trouble” is a business failure, abandonment, depression, a mental disorder, a chemical imbalance, oppression, a marriage problem, a child who is in a strange land of drugs and alcohol, financial disaster, or anything else, the following prayer is for you.
Sometimes when you are in the midst of discouragement, it is difficult to remember that you have ever known any Scripture. I admonish you to read this prayer aloud until you recognize the reality of God’s Word in your spirit, soul, and body. Remember, God is watching over His Word to perform it (Jer. 1:12 AMP). He will finish the work He started in you (Ps. 138:8 NLT).
Prayer
Lord, I do not understand why this trouble has come. I have exhausted all my possibilities for changing my situation; in my own strength, I am powerless. I believe in You; help me overcome my unbelief. Your Word says what is impossible with men is possible with God. I humble myself under Your mighty power, knowing You will lift me up.
I have a great High Priest who has gone through the heavens: Jesus, Your Son. I hold firmly to the faith I profess. My High Priest is able to empathize with my weaknesses. He was tempted in every way, just as I am—yet He did not sin. I approach Your throne of grace with confidence, so that I may receive mercy and find grace to help in my time of need.
In the face of discouragement, disappointment, and anger, I choose to believe that Your word to Moses is Your word to me. You are delivering me. With Your mighty hand, You have defeated the forces set against me. You are the Lord, God Almighty. You appeared to Abraham, to Isaac, and to Jacob and established Your covenant with them.
Father, I believe that You have heard me. I live to see Your promises of deliverance and rest fulfilled in my life. You have not failed in even one word of Your good promises.
It is You who is bringing me out of bondage with great power and strength. You have freed me from being a slave to_________ . You have taken me as Your own and paid for me with a high price—You are my God, a father to me. You have rescued me from the past that held me in bondage and brought me into the Kingdom of the Son You love. I no longer settle for the pain of the past. Where sin increased, God’s grace increased much more!
Father, what You have promised, I take hold of in the name of Jesus. I am willing to fight the good fight of faith. I rid myself now, in the name of Jesus, of everything that gets in the way and the sin that so easily trips me up, and I am running with determination the race that lies before me. I am established in rightness, in conformity with Your will and order. I am far from even the thought of oppression or destruction, for I will not fear. Terror will not come near me. In all these things I have complete victory through Him who loves me. Amen.

Victory Over Fear

I receive the gift that You gave me – peace! You give me Your own peace. This is not like when the people of the world say “peace” to me. You say it differently. You tell me not to fear and not to let anything trouble my heart. I receive this gift because I believe in You, God.
Lord, You are my light and the One who saves me. Why should I fear anyone? You protect my life from danger so why should I tremble? Evil people may try to destroy me. My enemies and those who hate me attack me, but they are defeated. Even if an army surrounds me, I will not be afraid. If I am attacked, I will trust in You, Lord.
Thank You, Holy Spirit, for bringing these things to my remembrance when I am tempted to be afraid. I will trust in my God. In the name of Jesus I pray, amen.

Overcoming a Feeling of Abandonment
Introduction
“Even if my father and mother abandon me, the Lord will hold me close” (Psalm 27:10 NLT).
This prayer was prompted by a letter I received from a man who was in prison. According to his letter, he grew up in a family of fighters and felt abandoned by his family and so-called friends. His pugnacious attitude controlled him, and eventually his aggressive temperament caused him to almost kill someone.
In prison he was ridiculed and harassed by inmates who encouraged him to fight. His wife divorced him, and again he was left alone. Thoughts that “no one likes me” continually tormented him, but he desired to know how to change his thinking.
A messenger of hope introduced him to Jesus and my book, Prayers That Avail Much, Volume 1. He still had trouble controlling his temper, even with those who might have been his friends. His letter was filled with the pain of loneliness and abandonment. The following is a revised and expanded version of the original prayer I wrote, encouraging him to pray for himself.
Prayer
Father, I have confessed Jesus as my Lord and believe in my heart that You raised Him from the dead. I need and ask You, Holy Spirit, to help me overcome the resentment I feel toward those who abused and abandoned me.
Now I am Your child. When other people leave me and I feel unloved, I am thankful that You have promised that You will never, ever fail me or abandon me.
Jesus, You gave Your life for me and called me a friend. You live in my heart and I am on my way to heaven. I have so much to be thankful for and I will do as Your Word says and be thankful in all circumstances. So, when I am lonely or discouraged, I will think of things that are true and honest and right.
Heavenly Father, I ask You to make me strong and to help me while in the presence of dangers surrounding me. You have ordered Your angels to guard me wherever I go. I am not alone. Your Word says that nothing can ever separate me from Your love- not even my fears for today or worries about tomorrow. I will come to the top of every circumstance or trial through God’s love.
Lord, You are concerned with the smallest detail of my life. You will work out Your plans for my life and I can trust You because You are ready to help when I need You. Lord, I need You at all times!
Lord, I ask You for true friends. Teach me how to trust others and be a friend who sticks by them like God-fearing family. Help me to walk in Your love and show myself friendly.

Hopelessness
Father, I come asking You to hear my prayer. Listen, O God, and do not ignore my cry for help! Please listen and answer me, for I am overwhelmed by my troubles. I am scared and shaking and terror grips me.
I wish I had wings like a dove! Then I would fly away and rest. How quickly I would escape, far away from the wind and storm.
I call out to You God, and I know You will rescue me. You redeem my life in peace from this battle of hopelessness that has come against me. I pile my troubles on Your shoulders and thank You for carrying my load and helping me out. Hopelessness lies in wait to swallow me up or trample me all day long. Whenever I am afraid, I choose to have confidence and put my trust and reliance in You. By Your help, God, I praise Your Word. On You I lean, put my trust; I do not entertain fear.
You keep track of all my sorrows. You have collected all my tears in Your bottle. You have recorded each one in Your book. Now I’m thanking You with all my heart. You pulled me from the brink of death, my feet from the cliff edge of doom. Now I stroll at leisure with You in the sunlit fields of life.
I am confident I will see Your goodness while I am here in the land of the living. I wait patiently for You, Lord. I am brave and courageous. Yes, I am waiting patiently.
Father, I give You all my worries and cares, for You care about me. I am well-balanced and cautious—alert, watching out for attacks from Satan, my great enemy. I am standing firm and strong in faith remembering that other Christians all around the world are going through the same kind of sufferings.
In the name of Jesus, I gain the victory by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of my witness. Amen.

Because of that, the same mighty power that raised You from the dead and seated You in the place of honor at the Father’s right hand lives in me and causes me to face life with hope and divine energy.
The Lord is my light and my salvation. So why should I fear anyone? The Lord protects my life. Why should I be afraid? Lord, You said that You would never let me down and never walk off and leave me. Because of that, I can boldly say that You are there, ready to help me. Who or what can get to me? Greater is He who is in me than he who is in the world. If God is for me, then who can be against me? I am free from the fear of man and I am safe because I trust in the Lord.
Father, You have not given me a spirit of fear, but of power and of love and of a sound mind. I have strength for all things in Christ who empowers me. I am ready for anything and equal to anything through Him who infuses inner strength into me; I am self-sufficient in Christ’s sufficiency. Amen.

Father, I realize my helplessness in saving myself, and I honor and praise what Christ Jesus has done for me. I let go of the things I once considered valuable because I’m much better off knowing Jesus Christ my Lord. I throw it all away in order to gain Christ and to have a relationship with Him.
Lord, I have received Your Son, and He has given me the right to become Your child. I unfold my past and put into proper perspective those things that are behind. My old self has been crucified with Christ and I no longer live, but Christ lives in me. I live in this earthly body by faith in the Son of God who loved me and gave Himself for me. I trust in You, Lord, with all my heart and I do not depend on my own understanding. I seek to please You in all I do, and You show me which path to take.
I want to know Christ and experience the power that raised Him from the dead. I want to suffer with Him, even sharing in death so that, one way or another, I will experience the resurrection from the dead! So, whatever it takes, I will be one who lives in the fresh newness of life of those who are alive from the dead.
I don’t mean to say that I am perfect. I haven’t learned all I should, but I keep working toward that day when I will finally be all that Christ saved me for and wants me to be.
I am bringing all my energies to bear on this one thing: Regardless of my past, I look forward to what lies ahead. I strain to reach the end of the race and receive the prize for which You are calling me up to heaven because of what Christ Jesus did for me.

Overcoming a Feeling of Rejection
Introduction
Feelings of rejection and fear of rejection seem to cause an identity crisis. When you are thrown into an identity crisis, you have the opportunity to erase old tapes that have played in your mind for a long time and replace those self-defeating thoughts with God-thoughts.
Your Heavenly Father saw you and approved of you even while you were in your mother’s womb (Ps. 139:13-16). He gave you survival tools that would bring you to the place where you are today. He is a Father who has been waiting for you to come home to truth – the truth that will set you free (John 8:32). Jesus came to His own people to bring them life; they rejected Him (John 1:11). He was despised and rejected by men; a man of sorrows who understands your feelings. Jesus bore your sorrow and carried your grief…the punishment that brings you peace was upon Him and by His wounds you are healed. (Please read Isaiah 53.)
You were accepted by the Father before the foundation of the world, and there is no higher acceptance than this! When you see yourself as God’s workmanship, as His very own precious child, future rejection may hurt, but it will be only for a season (1 Peter 1:6.) The Word of God is your shield against all the fiery darts of the devil (Eph. 6:16, 17).
For victory over your feeling of rejection, pray the following prayer in faith and joy.
Prayer
Father, I come before You to bask in Your presence where I am accepted, and here I find mercy and grace to help me overcome this fear and feeling of rejection. Forgive me for being self-conscious rather than God-conscious. You chose me and accepted me before the foundation of the world. I am Your child…valuable and precious in Your sight. When I am facing rejection, I will say, “The Lord is my light and my salvation. Why should I be afraid? The Lord is my fortress...so why should I tremble?” (Psalm 27:1 NLT).
Lord, I know right from wrong and hold Your teaching inside me; I won’t pay attention to insults or when people mock me. Thank You for the Holy Spirit who helps me through the process of renewing my mind. I accept myself because You accept me just as I am. So, I will choose not to look at the troubles I see now; rather, I will fix my gaze on things that cannot be seen. For the things that I see now will soon be gone, but the things that I cannot see will last forever.
If with my heart and soul I am doing good, then why would I think I can be stopped? Even if I suffer for it, I am still better off. I won’t give the opposition a second thought. Through thick and thin, I will keep my heart at attention, in adoration before Christ, my Master. I will be ready to speak up and tell anyone who asks why I am living the way that I am and always with the utmost courtesy. I will keep a clear conscience before God so that when people throw mud at me, none of it will stick. There is wonderful joy ahead, even though the going is rough for a while down here. These trials are only to test my faith, to see whether it is strong and pure. It is being tested as fire tests gold and purifies it – and my faith is far more precious to You, Lord, than mere gold. So if my faith remains strong after being tried in the test tube of fiery trials, it will bring me much praise and glory and honor on the day of Jesus’ return.
Even though I have experienced rejection in this life, I will say that everything You say about me in Your Word is true:
I am blessed with all spiritual blessings in heavenly places in Christ (Eph. 1:3).
I am chosen by You, my Father (Eph. 1:4).
I am Your child according to the good pleasure of Your will (Eph. 1:5).
I am accepted in the Beloved (Eph. 1:6).
I am redeemed through the blood of Jesus (Eph. 1:7).
I am a person of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Christ (Eph. 1:17).
I am saved by Your grace (Eph. 2:5).
I am seated in heavenly places in Jesus Christ (Eph. 2:6).
I am Your workmanship (Eph. 2:10).
I am near to You by the blood of Christ (Eph. 2:13).
I am a new creation (Eph. 2:15).
I am of Your household (Eph. 2:19).
I am a citizen of heaven (Eph. 2:19).
I am a partaker of Your promises in Christ (2 Pet. 1:4).
I am strengthened with might by Your Spirit (Eph. 3:16).
I allow Christ to dwell in my heart by faith (Eph. 3:17).

Times of Trouble
Introduction
We live in a world where nation is rising against nation, and kingdom against kingdom. There are famines and earthquakes in various places. (Read Matthew 24.) Corruption, oppression, exploitation, conspiracy and injustice are increasing. Many said it could never happen in the United States of America, but terrorism has come to our land and distrust runs rampant. Foreclosures on homes are rising, businesses are failing and many who planned carefully for their retirement are in financial crisis. Christianity and the Bible are being ridiculed. Our world is in a spiritual upheaval! During a time of trouble or calamity, it is sometimes difficult to remember the promises of God. The pressures of the moment may seem overwhelming. At such times, it is often helpful to read, meditate on, and pray the entire chapter of Psalm 91.
It may be that during a stressful time you will find this entire prayer too long. If so, draw from the Scriptures included in the following prayer. You may find yourself praying one paragraph or reading it aloud to yourself or to your family and friends.
I also encourage you to meditate on this prayer during good times. At all times, remember that faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the Word of God (Rom. 10:17).
Prayer
Father, You are a shelter for the oppressed and a refuge in times of trouble. I come to You in the name of Jesus, acknowledging You as my Shelter and Refuge. I give fear no place because You are my God!
In the day of trouble You will keep me safe—in the secret place of Your tent You hide me; You set me high upon a rock. My head is lifted about my enemies around me. I will give gifts to You with a loud voice of joy. I will sing; yes, I will sing praises to You, Lord. Listen to my cry. Show loving-kindness to me and answer me.
I have been made right with You through Christ. When I call to you for help, You hear me and rescue me from all my troubles. You are close to me, for I am brokenhearted. You rescue those whose spirits are crushed. Lord, I face many troubles, but You come to my rescue each time.
Thank You for being merciful and gracious to me, O God, for my soul takes refuge and finds shelter and confidence in You; yes, in the shadow of Your wings I take refuge and am confident until calamities and destructive storms are passed. You perform on my behalf and reward me. You bring to pass Your purposes for me, and surely You complete them!
Father, You are my protection and source of strength—always ready to help me in times of trouble.
Lord, You have given a gift—peace of mind and heart—so I won’t be troubled or afraid.
By faith, I rejoice when I run into problems or trials for I know that they help me develop endurance. Endurance develops strength of character, and character strengthens my confident hope of salvation. And this hope will not lead to disappointment; such hope never disappoints or deludes or shames me—for I know how dearly God loves me, because He has given me the Holy Spirit to fill my heart with His love.

Overcoming Weariness
Introduction
The original prayer was written for a woman who had asked God for a marriage partner, and she was weary with the wait. This prayer is not limited to the unmarried who are awaiting a life-partner. Many spouses become weary with heartaches that they did not expect to encounter in marriage. Their expected marital bliss has turned into disappointment, additional wounds, and frustration. They are weary with waiting for the healing of the marriage relationship or the deliverance of a spouse, children, or other loved ones from various addictions or negative, destructive behaviors. They long for someone who will heal their wounds without judging them – someone who will love them unconditionally.
Each individual brings baggage into marriage, hoping for a miracle –each partner looking to the other for acceptance and approval.
According to the letters and comments we have received in our ministry, unmarried people experience weariness in matters that married couples may not encounter. Hopefully, we who are married share responsibilities and household chores. Married homeowners may divide the work up into inside and outside labor. Sometimes one spouse neglects his/her responsibility, and the other finds himself/herself doing the work of two. The single person is responsible at all times for “the work of two.”
If you have grown weary and are disappointed in your expectations, I encourage you to seek God for His plan for your life. Ask the Holy Spirit to help you trust God and not be afraid.
Prayer
Father, You see my weariness and uneasieness from continually being disappointed. It seems at times that my patience is exhausted and I am discouraged. I am weary of asking and waiting for__________ .
My soul melts from heaviness; strengthen me according to Your Word.
Lord, I come to You and You will give me rest. If I do what You tell me and learn what You teach me, then whatever You tell me to do is easy. Whatever You give me to carry is not heavy.
I look to You, Lord, and Your strength; I seek Your face always. You are my Refuge and Strength, a very present and well-proved help in trouble. O my Strength, I will watch for You; You are my Defense, my Fortress and High Tower, the God who shows me mercy and steadfast love. I sing praises to You.
Father, You give power to the weak and strength to the powerless. My trust is in You, my Lord, and I am finding new strength. I am soaring high on wings like eagles. I will run and not grow weary. I will walk and not faint. I am waiting for You, Lord, and I am strong and taking heart, declaring that You are my Strength and my Defense.
Lord , You have become my salvation. You are my God and I will praise and exalt You. In Your mercy, You have led me forth, You have redeemed me. You have guided me in Your strength to Your holy habitation.
You, Sovereign Lord, have given me Your words of wisdom, so that I know how to comfort the weary. Morning by morning, You waken me and open my understanding to Your will.
Lord, You are my light and the One who saves me. So why should I fear anyone? You, Lord, protect my life so why should I be afraid? You are my shield and my God who gives me courage. I pray to You and You will answer me from Your holy mountain.
I consider it a sheer gift when tests and challenges come at me from all sides. I know that under pressure, my faith-life is forced into the open and shows its true colors. So I won’t try to get out of anything prematurely. I will let it do its work so that I may become mature and well-developed, not deficient in any way. I praise You, God, from a full heart. Your joy is my strength and what gets me through.
I consider Jesus who endured such opposition from sinners so that I will not grow weary and lose heart.
Father, Your grace is all that I need. Your power works best in weakness. I will not get tired of doing what is good. At just the right time, I will reap a harvest of blessing if I don’t give up. I am strong in You, Lord, and in Your mighty power.

As I practiced replacing worry with the Scriptures, my faith in God increased. Shaping worries into prayers of petition became a way of life.
Prayer
Father, I will turn away from evil and do good. I search for peace and work to maintain it. When my ways please You, Lord, You make even my enemies be at peace with me.
Lord, You have given me Your peace as a gift. You didn’t leave me the way I am used to being left – feeling abandoned. So, for that reason, I won’t be upset or distraught because You are leaving me well and whole and full of peace.
I won’t worry about anything, but instead I will pray about everything. I will tell You what I need and thank You for all You have done. Then, I will experience Your peace, which exceeds anything that I can understand. Your peace will guard my heart and mind as I live in Christ Jesus.
Thank You, Lord, that You give true peace to those who depend on You. I trust You fully because of this. I let the peace of Christ rule in my heart and I am thankful. Hallelujah!

Handling Household Finances
Introduction
The following prayers may be prayed individually or as a couple. In preparation for marriage, it is great wisdom for the couple to discuss finances. Each party comes with an individual view of how to handle money—spending and/or saving. It is wise to consider setting up a budget that is agreeable to both.
There is a danger in the tendency to assume that the other party has the same opinions and ideas about money or, in case of disagreement, that one’s own way is right and the other person’s is wrong. Financial differences are one of Satan’s greatest weapons for introducing strife and bringing pressure to bear on a marriage. Spending money can quickly evolve into an emotional experience, causing many other problems.
God is El-Shaddai; God Almighty (Ex. 6:3 AMP)—the God who is more than enough—and His intention is that His children enjoy good health and that all may go well with them, even as their souls are getting along well (3 John 2 NIV). Two people coming into agreement with God’s financial plan will offset the enemy’s schemes to divide and conquer.
If you and your beloved are planning to marry or to establish a financial plan in your existing marriage, listen to one another. Understand what each other is saying. Realize that there are differences in viewpoints about money and allow for those differences. Determine who is more astute in financial matters: balancing the checkbook, paying the bills on time and making wise investments. Set aside time in your schedules to keep each other informed, review goals, and make plans. Wisdom from above is willing to yield to reason; cooperate one with another (James 3:17 AMP).
Prayer
Father, we thank You for giving us the Holy Spirit who leads us into all truth and who is with us as we discuss our financial future together. You began a good work in us and You will perfect it until the day of Christ Jesus. Help us to set up a budget that is pleasing to You and to each of us.
We fix our thoughts on You and we acknowledge You as our High Priest. Therefore, we purpose to give You the first part of our income in tithes and offerings, and worship You with them.
Father, we believe that our union has been ordained by You, and You are Lord of our marriage. We confess Your Word over our life together and our finances. As we do, we believe that Your Word will not come back empty-handed but will complete the assignment You sent it to do. Therefore, we believe in the name of Jesus that You give us everything we need, according to Your wonderful riches in Christ Jesus.
Your Word says that if we give, it will return to us in full—pressed down, shaken together to make room for more, running over, and poured into our lap. For the same amount we give will determine the amount we get back. A stingy planter gets a stingy crop and a lavish planter gets a lavish crop.
Lord, remind us, and we purpose to remember, that we are not rich because of our own power. It is You who gives us the power to become rich, keeping the agreement You promised to our ancestors.
Not only do we give tithes and offerings to You, but we also give to those around us who are in need, because Your Word says that whoever is kind to the poor lends to You and You will reward us. We acknowledge You as we give to benefit the poor.
Thank You, Father, that as You bless us and we bless others, they will praise You and give You thanks and in turn, bless others. It’s a never-ending circle of Your love and blessings that will go on into eternity. In the name of Jesus we pray, amen.

This anointing will destroy every yoke of bondage (Isaiah 10:27) as God exposes emotional wounds and heals your brokenness.
Knowing the reality of your completeness in Christ Jesus will enable you to enter into a healthy relationship, one in which both you and your future partner will grow together spiritually and in every other area of life. Seeking first the Kingdom of God and His righteousness (Matthew 6:33) and doing those things that are pleasing in His sight (1 John 3:22) will prepare you to be the person designed by Him to fulfill the role of husband or wife.
This prayer is written for your own growth and benefit.
Prayer
Father, I come to You in the name of Jesus, asking for Your will to be done in my life as I look to You for a marriage partner.
I ask that You prepare me for marriage by bringing my darkest secrets to light and revealing my motives. Also, those who suffer abandonment by the parent(s) often harbor bitterness.
In a family divorce situation, bitterness sometimes distorts ideas of what is best for the child/children involved. One parent (and sometimes both parents) will use the child/children against the other. Unresolved anger often moves one marriage partner to hurt the one he or she holds responsible for the hurt and sense of betrayal which they feel.
There is healing available. There is a way of escape for all who will turn to the Healer, obeying Him and trusting Him.
Prayer
Father, life seems so unjust, so unfair. The pain of rejection is almost more than I can bear. My past relationships have ended in strife, anger, rejection and separation.
Lord, help me to not be bitter or angry or mad. Help me to never shout or say things to hurt others.
You are the One who has come to free those who have been treated unfairly. I receive emotional healing by faith, and I thank You for giving me the grace to stand firm until the process is complete.
Thank You for wise counselors. Thank You for Your Holy Spirit, my Counselor, who comes to show me what is true. Thank You for helping me to work out with fear and trembling what it really means to be saved. You are working in me, creating in my heart the desire and power to do what pleases You.
In the name of Jesus, I forgive those who have wronged me. I choose to live a life of forgiveness because You have forgiven me. With the help of the Holy Spirit, I rid myself of all bitterness, rage, anger, harsh words, and slander. Flood my heart with kindness that I might be tenderhearted and forgiving.
With the help of the Holy Spirit, I will work at living in peace with everyone and work at living a holy life. I purpose to protect others so that no one fails to receive the grace of God. I will watch out that no poisonous root of bitterness grows up to trouble me.
I will watch and pray that I don’t enter into temptation or cause others to stumble.
Thank You, Father, that those whom the Son makes free are truly free. I have defeated bitterness and resentment by the blood of the Lamb and Your message.

Overcoming Prejudice
Introduction
The previous few days in Miami had been exceptionally cool. Jan, my traveling companion, and I did not consider it coat weather, but the Floridians shivered, all bundled up in their winter wear.
The prayer seminar had gone well, and it was now our last service before leaving for home. The preparation for the Sunday morning worship service had been difficult, and I found myself at the mercy of the Holy Spirit. (Not a bad place to be!) During the preliminaries and the praise and worship service, I was crying out inwardly, just for a starting scripture that I could read.
The sanctuary was packed as I stood before the congregation of beautiful skin tones – from almost white to light chocolate to black velvet. Their faces looked back at me. I smiled and began to read a psalm – making comments as I felt prompted by the Holy Spirit.
Where is the flow of the Spirit? I wondered. God, what is it You want to do in this church today?
The tension within me was great, and I felt helpless.
At last, I knew. (Sometimes it is good that we do not know what we will say beforehand. We might mess it all up, working to be politically correct, writing and rewriting to make sure that we cross every “t” and dot every “i” with the correct flourish.) The love of God began to rise within me. I spoke from my heart of hearts:
“You cannot really know me unless I choose to share myself- my thoughts, my ideas, and my feelings. Obviously, I am a Southern white woman. I grew up in cotton mill towns in North Georgia. There, I attended the all-white Pentecostal churches where my dad served as pastor. I attended all-white schools and lived in all-white neighborhoods. The only black people I knew were Smut and Clarabell, tenants on my uncle’s farm.
“I don’t know if I have any racial prejudice – it has never been tested. I know that at one time I was filled with intellectual prejudice, because God exposed it in a very dramatic way. If I have any racial prejudice, I want the Holy Spirit to uncover it and deliver me. All I know is that I love you, and we are one- one blood. In Christ Jesus there is neither Jew nor Greek, male nor female, black nor white. There is that one new man created in Him.”
The barriers came tumbling down. My newly found friends, brothers and sisters in the Lord, no longer hugged from a distance. Many smothered me in bear hugs after the benediction. The unity of the Spirit had prevailed (Eph. 4:3).
Jesus is our peace, and I believe that the Scriptures written by the Apostle Paul in Galatians and Ephesians apply today.
Ethnic groups are assuming responsibility for the sins of the forefathers and asking forgiveness for past wrongs done to one another. We are accountable to God and each other as members of one household, and by the blood of the Lamb and through good communication, we are overcoming the dividing schemes of the devil. God is bringing His people together. Red and yellow, black and white – we are coming together – and we are precious in His sight.
We are no longer strangers or aliens, but fellow citizens with every other Christian – we belong now to God’s family (Eph. 2:19 NCV).
Prayer
Father, in the name of Jesus, I come before You, asking Your forgiveness for being intolerant of others because of the color of their skin. Forgive me for tolerating prejudice in the church. Set me free from the influence of public opinion that I may live out my glorious, Christ-originated faith.
Forgive Your church for segregating ourselves by color, by a measure of wealth or intellect. We are all Your people, the sheep of Your pasture.
We are one blood. We were bought with blood that is worth much – the blood of Christ! All of us who have been baptized into Christ and have taken Him as our own, there is no longer any difference between us.
I pray for an end to division in Christ’s family. All of us are equal – slave and free, male and female. We are all in a common relationship with Jesus Christ.
Thank You, Father, for bringing us together in Christ through His death on the cross. The cross got us to embrace, and that was the end of the hostility.
Lord Jesus, You came and preached peace to us outsiders and peace to us insiders. You treated us as equals and so made us equals. Through Him we share the same Spirit and have equal access to You, Father.
The Kingdom of faith is now our home country, and we are no longer strangers or outsiders. We belong here.
Lord, You are building a home. You are using us all – irrespective of how we got here – in what You are building. You are fitting us in with Christ Jesus as the Cornerstone who holds all the parts together. We see it taking shape day after day – a holy temple built by You, Father, all of us built into it, a temple in which You are quite at home.
Father, You have called us all to travel on the same road and in the same direction, so we will stay together, both outwardly and inwardly. We have one Master, one faith, one baptism, one God and Father of all who rules over all, works through all, and is present in all. Everything we are and think and do is permeated with oneness.
Father, I make this personal commitment to be like You…to live a life full of love. In the past, I was full of darkness but now I am full of light in You. I am careful how I live. I live wisely and use every chance I have for doing good because these are evil times. I speak to others with psalms, hymns, and spiritual songs, singing and making music in my heart to You, Lord. By love, I will serve others.
