We were drifting off to sleep when a voice of someone standing beside us announced these words, “You are being upgraded!” I opened my eyes to see a flight attendant, who repeated the announcement to us, “You are being upgraded. Come quickly.”
We collected our carry-on items and followed the attendant to our newly assigned seats in Row 9. It was the most prestigious business class I had ever experienced! The seats seemed unusually large and featured all the latest “bells and whistles.” We enjoyed all the luxuries of business class while feeling very surreal about the encounter.

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God spoke to me on various levels regarding this upgrade. He revealed the following interpretation for the body of Christ: “I am upgrading My people to business class – My Father’s business, that is. Not as servants, but as sons and daughters. My children are seated in heavenly places in Christ far above all principalities, powers, and dominions. They will soar far above all the conflicts and restraints in the earth. The Holy Spirit’s gifts and fruit will manifest through My people in this hour. Both My character and My power will be established in these coming days.”

We arrived in Hawaii at 7:00 a.m., so we requested an early checkin at the hotel registration desk. “Why, of course, Mr. and Mrs. King. In fact, we have upgraded you to an ocean view with a king-size bed,” the clerk informed. Wow, another upgrade! They then escorted us to Room 2812.
That year, the Lord had highlighted for me the book of Deuteronomy in which to receive special personal promises, especially the promises in Deuteronomy 28:12. “The Lord will open for you His good storehouse, the heavens, to give rain to your land in its season and to bless all the work of your hand; and you shall lend to many nations, but you shall not borrow.”
On the very day we checked into our room, the stock market crashed to an all-time low. The television relayed the story of the shaking that was taking place in the world’s economic system, but we were safe and secure in Room 2812.
The Lord spoke this word to me, “My promises are Yes and Amen for My children. The world and its systems will surely be shaken, but My children shall not be shaken when they find 24

You must trust Me fully in this hour. My children shall live in My blessings and by My blessings.”

You were created for blessing. That is why you desire the goodness of God to manifest in your life. It feels good and it feels right when you are blessed, because you were made for it. After 25
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God created mankind He made a decree – “God blessed them”
(Genesis 1:28).
One of the definitions of bless in Merriam Webster’s Online Dictionary is, “to confer prosperity or happiness upon.” Blessings speak of the goodness of God. Imagine for a moment your life being full of everything good all the time. That is God’s desire for you. That is what it means to be blessed!
In Deuteronomy 28:2 we discover a promise that is so amazing, and yet it belongs to anyone who qualifies. It says, “All these blessings will come upon you and overtake you.” The scenario that this Scripture reminds me of is that of a football game when a player gets aggressively tackled from behind and brought down. His opponent came upon him and overtook him. Imagine what it would be like if blessings came upon your life in that way. They can and they will when you determine to live in The Zone!
Deuteronomy 28:1 gives the terms of qualification and the instruction for posturing yourself to receive the blessings. “If you will diligently obey ... all His commandments” (emphasis mine).
Oh no! What do we do now? How can we qualify? No one has ever obeyed all the Lord’s commandments all the time – except for Jesus! The good news is this: because Jesus fulfilled all righteousness for you, He opened the way for you to live in all the promises, all the time. All the blessings listed in Deuteronomy 28:1-12 and in the rest of the Bible are yours, not because of your own righteousness but because of His. They are not yours because you are worthy, but because He is. He fulfilled the requirements and gave you the blessings – blessings that will come upon you and overtake you on a perpetual basis. This is truly a picture of what it means to live in The Zone.

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When my grandson was a baby, I played a game with him. I crawled on the floor behind him and said, “Grandma’s going to get you!” He actually wanted me to get him. He would attempt to crawl away from me so that I could chase him and catch him.
That was the fun part. He would laugh and then attempt to crawl away again, looking behind him to see if I was going to come and catch him up into my arms and kiss him all over. Of course, I got him every time. I came up from behind and overtook him with love hugs and kisses. At five years of age, he still enjoyed the “Grandma’s going to get you” game, and his little sister picked up on it really well, too. This is a great picture of how blessings can come upon you and overtake you. They are looking for you.
They want to catch you. They want to “get you.” And of course, you want them to. Right?
all thE BlEssings arE YoUrs
Ephesians 1:3 says, “Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has blessed us with every spiritual blessing in the heavenly places in Christ.” Through the finished work of the Cross you have been blessed with every spiritual blessing. Jesus explains to us in John 17:22 that the glory the Father gave Him He has freely given to us. The word glory (doxa) in that context includes all the blessings of who God is and what He has. You are called to live in the abundance of these blessings. The Scripture calls them “spiritual blessings” in Christ (Ephesians 1:3). They are called “spiritual” because they are in the unseen or spiritual dimension. They are secured for you in the heavenly places in Christ where He is seated at the right hand of the Father. They are therefore safe from the influence of the demonic because they are in Christ. In another chapter, I will teach you how to 27
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exercise your faith in order to download all these blessings into your “NOW.”
YoU havE EvErYthing YoU nEEd right now You do not need to wait until the chariots come to take you away to the “Sweet By and By” to receive a life of blessing. This is your portion NOW due to Christ’s finished work of the Cross.
Peter wrote, “His divine power has granted to us everything pertaining to life and godliness, through the true knowledge of Him who called us by His own glory and excellence. For by these He has granted to us His precious and magnificent promises, so that by them you may become partakers of the divine nature, having escaped the corruption that is in the world by lust” (2 Peter 1:3-4).
Let’s break this passage into segments and meditate on the glorious promises contained therein. Receive all the Lord is giving to you in this portion of Scripture.
His divine power has granted to us…
There are two important things to note in this verse. First, that it is not your own power or striving that obtains the blessings, but it is God Himself who has prepared the table for you.
Secondly, it is to be noted that the blessings have already been given. “Granted” is past tense. You do not have to hope that God will possibly grant you some blessings today or tomorrow. They have already been given. When were they given to you? At the Cross!

You become one with Jesus and He becomes one with you when you invite Him to come into your heart. Entering into Christ and Christ entering into you grants you full access all the time into this awesome covenant that God prepared on your behalf. If you have never invited Christ into your life, now is a great time. He is a blessing God. He is pure Love and He desires to give you new life right now. If you sincerely desire to start a new life, a blessed life with Jesus as your Savior and Lord, simply pray the following prayer with sincere faith and He will come into your heart immediately. You will then be His child. Your name will be written in the book of life in heaven. He will be your God.

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Dear Heavenly Father, I believe that Jesus Christ died on the cross for my sins. I invite Christ to come into my heart right now and forgive me of all my sin and fill me with new life. I invite Christ to be my personal Savior and Lord. I receive this new and blessed life by faith. Thank You, Father, for the great lovingkindness You have shown me. Thank You for the new life I now have in Jesus. AMEN!
If you just prayed that prayer, welcome to the family of God!
Your name is written in His book of life in heaven. You are God’s own child – forever!
…everything pertaining to life and godliness…
I like to emphasize the “everything” in this verse. How much is everything? It truly is every… thing! This promise is amazing.
Everything you need to live an abundant life is yours right now.
It is available to you. It has your name on it! And there is more.
Peter goes on to say that everything that pertains to godliness is yours now, too. You don’t have to strive to be godly. You don’t have to beat yourself up. You don’t need to faint as a result of grueling self-effort. You have been given by God’s own will and power everything that pertains to godliness. Your righteousness, strength, health, prosperity, wisdom, and peace are all yours in Christ. You have all these things now. They are yours.
…through the true knowledge of Him who called
us by His own glory and excellence…
You will receive the manifest blessings as you grow in the knowledge of Him. All life is wrapped up in Jesus Christ, and 30
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without Him you have no true life at all. The “knowledge” this verse is referring to is revelation knowledge – the knowledge that comes by the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit has been given to you by your Father in heaven to reveal Christ and the mysteries of the Kingdom of God. The Holy Spirit will disclose to you what is yours in Jesus. Jesus said, “He [referring to the Holy Spirit] will glorify Me, for He will take of Mine and will disclose it to you.
All things that the Father has are Mine; therefore I said that He takes of Mine and will disclose it to you” (John 16:14-15).
This is absolutely amazing but true – the Father gave all things to the Son and in Him has freely given them to you (John 3:35). Then He gave you the Holy Spirit to show you what has been given. He discloses to you what is yours in Christ through revelation. Whatever He reveals is yours to embrace and live to the fullest.
…He has granted to us His precious and magnifi-
cent promises…
Look carefully, because Peter again emphasizes that these things have already been given. They have been granted. Not going to be, but have been. What has been given? The precious and magnificent promises. All the blessings (precious and magnificent blessings) have been given to you already. If you can find a precious and magnificent promise in the Word, it is yours!
…So that by them you may become partakers of
the divine nature…
This is awesome! God desires you to partake of His divine nature by living according to the promises. When you live in 31
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the blessings of God, you partake of His nature. He is a Blessing God. His Kingdom is full of goodness and light, and there is no darkness in Him at all. When you live in the blessings, it is like heaven on earth. You become like Christ when you live in the Blessing Zone. The atmosphere of heaven envelops you.
…having escaped the corruption that is in the
world by lust.
Lust finds its power when a soul feels unfulfilled. When you know beyond a shadow of a doubt that the Lord Himself will fulfill every need and that He has already given you everything that pertains to fullness of life, then you escape the temptations that are in the world. Focusing on the blessings and receiving them by faith actually can deliver you from lust. Jesus is your ultimate fulfillment for everything pertaining to life.
liFE in thE Kingdom
In the invisible realm there are two kingdoms. One is a Kingdom of blessing and life and the other a kingdom of curse and death. You get to choose which kingdom you live in.
A kingdom is a territory where a king has rule. It is the domain or the jurisdiction of a king. In the invisible realm there is the Kingdom of God and the kingdom of Satan. You belong to one or the other depending on who has rule over your life. There is no neutral ground. God’s Kingdom is a Kingdom of love, honor, goodness, purity, blessing, and abundance. Satan’s kingdom is full of hate, strife, confusion, darkness, curse, and destruction. When you look at what each kingdom has to offer, there is actually only one choice that makes any sense at all. You don’t have to be a 32
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rocket scientist to figure it out. God is good and the devil is bad.
Following God brings goodness into your life, and not following Him leaves you with the devil’s consequences.
To live in the Kingdom of God, you submit to the King and follow His laws just like in a natural kingdom. The Bible has been given to you so you will have a handbook for Kingdom life.
I love the Bible! It is a book of life, wisdom, love, and blessing. It contains truth, and the truth blesses you with great freedom and liberty. When you live by the Bible’s instruction, you are truly blessed in all things.

One of my favorite stories in the Bible is when the Queen of Sheba visited King Solomon (1 Kings 10). King Solomon was living in the extravagant blessings of God, and the testimony of this spread to the nations around him. He was blessed with wisdom beyond measure and with wealth that was greater than any other.
There was so much blessing in Solomon’s life that the Queen of Sheba did not believe the reports she heard. As a result, she went to visit Solomon. She tested him with difficult questions and he answered every one with the magnificent wisdom that God had granted him. Then Solomon took her on a tour of his estate. She was so overwhelmed with the blessings of Solomon’s house that she actually fainted! It all took her breath away.
This is a picture of what the Lord is calling you to. You, like Solomon, are called to live in the glory of your King’s Kingdom.
It is all yours! In Christ you have been made a king and priest unto Him (Revelation 1:6).
The glory the Father gave Jesus has been given to you (John 17:22). You, like Solomon, can cause the nations to be drawn to the brightness of your rising. Isaiah 60 describes this. There will be a people that arise in the glory (blessings) and will literally 34
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attract the attention of kings, nations, and wealth.
You might think, “But Solomon was a special king and was set into place by his father, King David.” You might argue, “But God especially visited Solomon in a dream and offered him his desire.
God blessed Solomon with wisdom and wealth in a unique way.”
Really? Do you realize that you are very much like Solomon?
Think of this. First of all, you have been set into place as a king by your Heavenly King, just like Solomon was by his earthly king (father). Revelation 1:6 states that Jesus, “hath made us kings and priests unto God” (KJV). Solomon was invited by God to ask Him for anything and it would be given. You have the same in Jesus. “If you ask Me anything in My name, I will do it” (John 14:14).
In a dream Solomon asked God for wisdom. God was impressed with him that he asked for wisdom to govern the people. As a result God gave Him riches, also. Why? Because “Wisdom is the principal thing; therefore get wisdom. And in all your getting, get understanding” (Proverbs 4:7 NKJV). When you have wisdom, you also have riches, honor and long life. “Long life is in her ( wisdom’s) right hand; in her left hand are riches and honor”
(Proverbs 3:16). Solomon had both wisdom and riches because riches are in wisdom. He asked for the principal thing and got everything a king could desire and need.
When the Queen of Sheba saw his wisdom and his riches, she was amazed to the point of “fainting.” I personally believe she fell under the power of the Spirit due to the weight of the glory in Solomon’s house. This also took place with the priests when Solomon dedicated the temple. In one accord they declared, “The Lord is good and His mercy endures forever.” As they declared His goodness, the glory filled the house and they fell under the power. I 35
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believe that this is exactly what happened to the Queen of Sheba.
She saw the glory of God’s riches and wisdom, and fell under the power of the Spirit. She then proclaimed, “You exceed in wisdom and prosperity the report which I heard” (1 Kings 10:7).

God is and has, but in the context of this chapter, glory specifically refers to riches and abundance. The prophet declares how even kings and nations will come as the glory (riches and abundance) appears upon us. He describes how they will come forth with wealth, camels, gold, silver, bronze, iron, and frankincense. We see this happening in the life of Solomon. The Queen of Sheba came with camels, gold, silver, gems, spices, and other things when she heard about the glory of Solomon’s life and house.
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This level of blessing has a purpose: the execution of righteousness and justice in the earth. This is what the Queen of Sheba understood when she saw the bounty. It wasn’t about Solomon’s personal wealth; it was about what he did with it. That is why she praised the Lord for making him king and blessing him with wisdom and riches. Beloved, this is what we are called to today. God is going to bless us beyond measure so that we can be a blessing by establishing righteousness and justice!
thE BlEssing ZonE is FUll oF mUltiPlication For years we have been sowing into the needs of the orphans and the poor. Recently we have been helping to rescue child soldiers and other lives that have been trapped in the sex trade. It is not just or righteous for anyone to be exploited in such ways.
One day I was dreaming before the Lord and thought, “If we had multiple millions of dollars, we could build orphanages and homes for the children at risk, and we could also build micro-businesses for girls coming out of the sex trade.” I continued to dream big, envisioning what it would be like if billions of dollars came into the hands of the church.
We already had the privilege of helping to build a few orphanages, but I had this desire to go after greater wealth. Recently I asked the Lord for $100,000 to build an orphanage to rescue child soldiers. I locked into this by faith, declaring the Blessing Zone around my heart’s desire. It amazed me that in less than a month of the desire coming into my heart, the full need was met!
Within a two-day period, God enabled me to raise the funds for the orphanage. Now we are building more – and we will continue to build more and more and more.
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The Blessing Zone is full of multiplication. This is what it looks like to execute righteousness and justice in the earth. If all of us received the blessings in order to be a blessing, then the world would truly be transformed.
We have discovered that whenever we reach out to sow into the lives and needs of the poor, we get enormous blessings back.
You can never outgive God. When we build houses for the poor, the Lord blesses us with increase in our own lives, often with land, home, and building ownership. We don’t even look for it – it just comes. Blessings come upon us and overtake us. We can’t help it. This is what it is like to live in The Zone.
Some people believe that if you have the world’s goods, to be truly spiritual you have to give them all away and leave nothing for yourself. This is not true. When you give everything away, then you have resources in your heavenly account that you can draw from (and the interest rate in heaven is a wowzer – 30-60-100-and even 1000-fold increase). I have tried to outgive the Lord at times and I cannot. The more I give to Him, the more He gives back!
Jesus invited the rich young ruler to give everything he had to the poor and promised him that he would have treasure in heaven (Matthew 19:21). This is such a key! Jesus did not instruct him to give everything away and be poor. He made it clear that if he sowed everything, he would have treasure to draw from in his heavenly account. The rich young ruler could not do it. He loved his riches in the world more than heavenly economy. He lacked faith and trust in the Kingdom of God.
When the Queen of Sheba saw the goodness of God demonstrated in Solomon’s life, she then endowed Solomon with many more blessings. Blessings attract blessings. Solomon was blessed 38
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with great wisdom, wealth, and honor. He was blessed beyond measure so that he could be a blessing. Yes, he enjoyed life in The Zone. So can you!
God is raising up a company of believers in this hour who live in the blessing realm. This company will be so incredibly blessed that they will cause those who do not know the Lord to be shocked and in awe of the splendor and majesty of His Kingdom. These believers will be overtaken by blessings. They will be blessed in everything they put their hands to. They will be blessed as they rise up in the morning and blessed when they sleep at night. All their relationships will be blessed. Their finances will be blessed. Their health will be blessed. They will increase in houses, lands, and vehicles. They will be fruitful and multiply. They will be blessed with great favor. They will shine as lights in the darkest of places. Their darkness will shine like the noonday (Isaiah 58:10). Goodness and mercy shall follow them all the days of their lives (Psalm 23:6).
What a company! This is truly glorious! What about you? Do you desire to be in that company? Do you want to live in The Zone? Then go for it! You have been granted free access through Christ. You really have!

Downloading
Without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who comes to God must believe that He is and that He is a rewarder of those who seek Him.
Hebrews 11:6
Chapter 2
Abraham is well-known for his faith and for being a son of blessing. Before Abraham was visited by God, he and his family were Chaldean moon worshippers.
The Lord invited Abraham to follow Him, leaving his family, beliefs, and the land of his residence. Abraham did not know where the Lord would lead him, but he did have a revelation of His goodness, and he believed. He trusted God’s goodness and left everything to follow Him, not knowing where he was going. The Lord was deeply touched by Abraham’s faith and obedience. As a result, all the nations are invited to enter the blessing of eternal life prepared in Christ (through Abraham’s offspring). Because Abraham believed, he entered a covenant of blessing with God. That covenant of blessing was fulfilled for all of us in Christ and remains to this day for all who believe.
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Genesis 12:2 says, “I will make you a great nation, and I will bless you, and make your name great; and so you shall be a blessing.”
Abraham entered into the covenant of blessing through faith, but he had to walk it out when it did not look like blessing was manifesting. When Abraham was ninety-nine years old, the Lord confirmed His promise, that Abraham would be a father of many nations (Genesis 17:6). He then sent “messengers” to both Abraham and Sarah to declare that they would have a son within the year (Genesis 18:1-19). It is remarkable that he received this promise, since he was past the time in the natural when he could produce children.
“In hope against hope he believed, so that he might become a father of many nations according to that which had been spoken, ‘so shall your descendants be’” (Romans 4:18).
Abraham’s faith saw the promise when there was nothing in the natural realm to see. He saw with Kingdom vision. His faith in God’s promise caused him to live in the blessing and reality of fruitfulness even before the promise manifest. Abraham is the father of unshakable faith.
Through faith, the promise God gave him became his internal reality. He is a great example for the church today. The example of his faith is an important key to life in The Zone.

As we have discovered, all the blessings are already yours in Christ. Everything that pertains to life and godliness has already been given to you through Christ’s death on the cross. The Word makes it clear that the promises are yours. You simply need to 44
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activate the faith connection, bringing the promises out of the invisible kingdom realm into manifestation in your life. If you do not learn how to download them by faith, then even though all the promises are available to you, they will not benefit you. You must appropriate the promises through faith.

I often think of a buffet scenario to explain this. I love food, so I find buffets extremely enjoyable! After you purchase the ticket for the buffet, you can eat whatever you want and as much as you want.
Imagine an individual buying a buffet ticket and then immediately sitting down at a table. This customer then screams out to the hostess, “I’m hungry!!!! I’m so hungry!” In shock, the hostess replies, “Well, dear one, go and get some food. 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In the same way, many Christians starve in the realm of promises and blessings. Christ paid the price two thousand years ago for you to enter into blessings and eternal life. His kingdom is full of blessings for you! You have entered the banquet feast of blessings through Christ’s finished work on the cross. You simply need to fill your life with His goodness. He has prepared everything.
He has set it out for you. Now it is time to receive the blessings.
Many are like the woman who, even though there was food all around her, said she was hungry. You may have identified your hunger but not the blessings that are already yours. You look at the promises from afar but don’t realize you have access. The only thing that woman needed to do was go and fill her plate. Like-wise, your faith is what fills your life, your plate, full of blessings.
The promises are set before you, and your faith secures them.

I was once told a story about a man in Europe who wanted to travel to America. He had very limited funds but worked hard saving every extra penny in order to purchase a ticket on a liner.
He found a very good rate and bought the least expensive ticket, which gave him very humble quarters shared with others in the bottom of the ship. He prepared for the 20-day voyage by pack-ing a few items of clothing and a 20-day supply of crackers and cheese, since he had no extra funds for meals.
During mealtimes his bunkmates invited him to join them, but he insisted that he would stay in his room. He had rationed out portions of his crackers and cheese perfectly so he would have food to last for the 20-day journey. By the fifteenth day, the crackers became very stale and the cheese grew mold and could 46

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Faith needs true hope (not whining) in order to be birthed, for it is the substance of things hoped for.
Let’s look at another example. A man looks at his desk and there are five unpaid bills that total $5,000. He then looks at his bank account and discovers that he is overdrawn by $500. He is shocked and initially without hope. He is overwhelmed. He cries out, “Oh God, I am in a mess. I have a stack of bills and an empty bank account. Oh God, help me. What am I going to do? I sure hope they will get paid.” He then falls on his face and weeps and wails. This is not actually hope yet. He is definitely sharing the devastation of his heart and the details of the problem, but he is not in hope.
Hope would look like this: “Wow! Look at this. My bills are enormous and I have no money in the bank. I can hardly wait to see how the Lord is going to lead me to overcome.” He then worships and praises the Lord, because he has hope. He has joyful expectation for the Lord’s promises and goodness to be made manifest.
Faith is the substance of what you hope for, not what you whine for. When you are in faith, you have moved from joyful expectation (hope) to a strong unshakable belief that is your internal reality. Faith seals what you hope for. You no longer look for what you hope for; you already have it. You are 100 percent confident that it is a done deal. It is your internal reality.
Faith is the evidence of what is not yet visible to your natural vision. Abraham believed the promise that he would be the father of many nations, even when his natural abilities to produce the manifestation of the promise were no longer an option. His faith in God’s Word was the evidence of what he could not see in the natural. It was his internal reality. He was unshakable in his faith 48
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and his faith impressed God greatly. He chose to believe God’s Word rather than his circumstance. Faith grows through your choice to believe.
Hebrews 11:6 says, “Without faith it is impossible to please Him.” With faith, you certainly can please Him – just like Abraham did. To live in the Blessing Zone you must exercise your faith – your downloader. The promises are all invisible, but your faith makes them evident. Faith is the evidence of things not seen. The promises of God will give you hope until your faith makes them substance. Faith is the substance of things hoped for. All the promises are in the invisible realm of the Kingdom of God. They are eternal realities that need to become your internal realities through the operation of your faith. The promises download out of the heavenly places in Christ into your life through faith. Faith is the connector. Faith is the downloader. When God’s promises are downloaded by faith, then they are yours.
After the promise is secured by faith, then you will experience the manifestation in the natural realm.
Jesus said, “All things are possible to him who believes” (Mark 9:23). Faith is the downloader for all things that are possible in Jesus. This is both amazing and extremely exciting!
rEcEivE Faith
The Bible tells us that we are all given “a measure of faith”
(Romans 12:3). Genesis 1:27 says, “God created man in His own image.” He is a faith God, so therefore we are faith people.
Hebrews 11:3 says, “Through faith we understand that the worlds were framed by the word of God, so that things which are seen were not made of things which do appear” (KJV).
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Through faith, God built the framework for the world through His declared Word. Everything that is seen in our natural vision came forth from an invisible realm through God’s faith and decree. He has designed us to function in the same way.
“Faith comes from hearing, and hearing by the word of Christ”
(Romans 10:17). The word hearing in this passage is referring to the rhema word or the word that is quickened to us by the Holy Spirit. Faith comes from the revealed word of God.

onomy 29:29. It is actually saying that if you see it you can have it! When the Lord quickens a promise to you, He intends for that promise to be made manifest in your life. He does not reveal the promise to you so that you can merely think in your mind, “Oh, isn’t that a nice promise?” No, the promises God quickens to you are true Kingdom realities and He wants them to tangibly manifest in your life.
Faith comes from hearing the revealed word of God. Therefore, it is vital that you posture yourself to receive the promises from Him. Mary of Bethany sat at the feet of Jesus and received His Word. She was postured to hear revelation that would create faith (Luke 10:39).
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Remember, “Faith comes from hearing, and hearing by the word of Christ” (Romans 10:17). Normally, you cannot see Jesus with your natural vision, but He is always with you. He is invisible yet very real. Hebrews 11:6 says, “He who comes to God must believe that He is and that He is a rewarder of those who seek Him.” Believe He is with you. Take time to sit at His feet to hear His Word.
Search the Scriptures and invite the Holy Spirit to quicken promises of blessings to you. As soon as they are quickened, they are yours. Download them into your heart and establish them there. The excitement and joyful anticipation you feel when a promise is quickened to you is called hope. And hope produces faith.
Faith – thE EvidEncE
Faith is the substance of what we hope for, but it is also the evidence of what we cannot see (Hebrews 11:1). When my husband Ron and I were first born again in 1976, we shared our experience with his father. It did not go over well. Ron’s dad was upset, and whenever we shared the Gospel with him, he would always get angry. Whenever we suggested the choice of going to heaven or hell, he reacted with, “I am going to hell when I die and will have a party with my friends.” I was not moved by his reactions because I knew that he was saved, even though we could not see in the natural the evidence of his salvation. We saw through the eyes of faith. I had read the Scriptures that birthed this faith. Acts 16:31 says, “Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will be saved, you and your household.” Psalm 2:8 states, “Ask of me, and I shall give thee the heathen for thine inheritance”
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(KJV). First John 5:14-15 confirmed that if I prayed according to His will (and He wills that none would perish), that I would have whatever I asked.
These Scriptures were not just words on a printed page to me, they were internal realities. Even though I had not heard my father-in-law confess faith in Christ yet, he was already saved according to God’s promise in His Word and our faith. Our faith was the evidence of what we could not see. God’s Word said it, so that settled it for us. Twenty-seven years later, Ron’s dad confessed his salvation; for me, he had become secure in Christ the day I first believed the promise. My faith said so. It was reality. It was evidence.

This is a picture of your faith. Faith is an internal reality that is based on the promises of God. By faith, you can download into your soul all the blessings that are revealed to you. When the Holy Spirit reveals it, believe and receive it. It is yours in the womb of your soul through faith, and then eventually you will see it manifest. Become pregnant with blessings. All the promises of God are yours.
You can begin to live in the Blessing Zone right now. Determine today to live in the blessings of God – for the rest of your life.

Blessings in Disguise
And we know that God causes all things to work together for good to those who love God, to those who are called according to His purpose.
Romans 8:28
Chapter 3
We often fail to discern valuable blessings that come our way because they don’t actually look or feel like blessings. I call them blessings in disguise.
When you live in The Zone, it is very important to strongly determine your blessing parameters. This means you determine that nothing but blessings are given access into your life.
But what about things that come your way that don’t look at all like blessings? What about the things you have no control over, and they certainly do not appear to be good?
Jesus taught us to pray for God’s Kingdom to come and His will to be done on earth as it is in heaven (Matthew 6:10). We know that there is nothing evil in heaven. There is no sickness, 57
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disease, accident, lack, poverty, uncleanness, or sin of any kind.
God’s desire for us is to become established in Kingdom life and goodness all the time. You will experience only blessing in heaven, and it is clear that this is what you are to pray for and experience here and now. Heaven’s standard is your standard.
Paul taught, “Keep seeking the things above, where Christ is, seated at the right hand of God. Set your mind on the things above, not on the things that are on earth” (Colossians 3:1-2).
The kingdom of heaven is clearly your plumb line.
You are in the world, yet not of the world, when you are in Christ (John 17:16). You are God’s child and your citizenship is in heaven. Although you might understand that you are called to goodness, Jesus promised that during your time in the world you will face tribulation. “In the world, you will have tribulation; but be of good cheer, I have overcome the world” (John 16:33 NKJV). So how can you expect to live a life free from the pressures in the world if Jesus promised that you would definitely have tribulation? And furthermore, if you are to receive ONLY
blessing, then how does this all fit together? Tribulation doesn’t appear to be a blessing. There is no tribulation in heaven.
in thE world – not oF thE world One of the greatest keys for you in this passage is that Jesus said to be of good cheer because He has already overcome the world. And you are in Him! The world refers to the systems of this age including its governments, economics, and values. This world system will definitely oppose the Kingdom of heaven that lives in you, the one you dwell in by faith. The world is subject to the consequences of sin, and as a result there is great turmoil in the world around you.
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While you are in the world as a citizen of heaven, you are not of the world. You do not belong to it. Jesus said that we are to be of good cheer because He has overcome the world. As you live in the world, you will face tribulation. Jesus said so. You are not to let tribulation knock you down and overcome you, but rather you are to When you overcome be of good cheer and overcome in tribulation, you

UntoUchEd BY thE sUrroUnding darKnEss In the book of Exodus we find Egypt pressuring and oppressing God’s people. Even though their forefathers had aligned themselves with God, the Hebrews eventually forgot Him and began to worship the Egyptian gods instead. As a result, they continued to submit to the oppression of the world system for 400 years. They did not actually have to. Even in the Old Testament, God forgave when there was true repentance.
He has always been a merciful God who pardons iniquity, and He always will be. If God’s people had only aligned with Him through a sincere, repentant heart, they would have escaped from living under the Egyptian world system.
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God in His goodness heard the cries of despair from His people and answered by raising up a deliverer named Moses.
During the process of delivering His people out of Egypt, God executed judgments against the Egyptians. One of the judgments was darkness that filled the entire land. There was no light found anywhere except in the homes of the Hebrews (Exodus 10:21-23). Their homes were filled with light. This is a great picture of how we can live with the darkness of the world all around us and still stand in The Zone of blessing, untouched by the darkness.
thE choicE
We choose whom we serve. If we choose God and His Kingdom, then we need to obey Him and His ways. If we submit to sin, then we become a slave of sin (Romans 6:16). God’s people who were enslaved in Egypt for 400 years could have easily lived in the blessings of God if they had understood how to align with God. If they had repented, God would have forgiven and established them in His goodness for all that time. You can’t serve two masters. You must choose whom you will serve.
Joseph lived in God’s blessings even while in prison and became a great influence in Egypt during trying times. He aligned with God’s ways and Word and lived in the Blessing Zone as a result. It didn’t matter if he was in the pit, Potiphar’s house, the dungeon, or the prison – he was blessed in the midst of the mistreatment and trials.
Daniel, in the midst of Babylon, lived in the favor and blessing of God. Babylon was the most brutal heathen nation in the earth at that time, and yet Daniel did not submit to the Baby-60
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lonian world system. His people were enslaved and oppressed in Babylon, but Daniel did not live under oppression. He lived in the Blessing Zone. He was the head and not the tail, above and not beneath. He separated himself from the Babylonian world system even though he was in it. As a result he lived in enormous blessing. Even when the Babylonians attempted to kill him, he received testimonies of God’s blessings that we are still in awe of to this day. In some ways he had more authority than the king, because he influenced the king. Daniel was in Babylon, but not of it, and he was blessed. He lived in The Zone!
EvErYthing worKs togEthEr For good When you are committed to living in The Zone, then you have assurance that everything that comes your way is unto blessing. “And we know that God causes all things to work together for good to those who love God, to those who are called according to His purpose” (Romans 8:28).
God has offered you breakthrough testimonies in everything that attempts to assault you. There is a reward of blessing within every trial. You simply have to secure it with your faith. The bigger the problem – the bigger the testimony. The greater the trial – the greater the reward. Tribulation in life turns into a blessing machine for those who determine to use it as a stepping-stone to greater levels and degrees of blessing in Christ. If you determine your Blessing Zone and by faith accept only blessings to come out of every situation, then everything adverse will indeed turn to good for you. You are the victor in Christ. You are the head and not the tail. You are above and not beneath.

In my devotionals many years ago, the Lord gave me this funny scenario: A postman came to the door with a package.
The package had my name on it. The sender’s name was Lu C
Fer. The content sticker said TROUBLE. The postman wanted me to sign for the package and receive it from him into my home.
I thought, “Now, why would I want to sign for such a package?”
I took the package, wrote on it RETURN TO SENDER, handed it back to him and closed the door.
The Lord was teaching me that it was my choice to receive blessings or curses. I decide whether or not to sign for the package. I determine what I allow into my life.
Financial challEngEs
Many years ago my husband Ron and I were called to leave our secular employment positions to pursue our evangelism call.
We were given an invitation by the Lord to live by raw faith with no visible means of support. We were very excited for the opportunity. After weighing up the Word and receiving numerous confirmations, we left our comfortable and lucrative places of employment to engage in this faith adventure.
The Lord put it on our hearts to go ONLY to Him with our material requests. We were not to tell anyone of our needs or accept any assistance from the government. We were in total agreement with this and full of faith and expectation when God proposed it to our hearts. We had studied all the Scriptures of His supernatural intervention in the area of finance, and we had heard numerous testimonies of His faithfulness in the area of provisional miracles.
We could hardly wait to encounter that miracle dimension.
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The first few months were truly exciting and full of adventure as we believed God for supernatural provision. We saw miracles of provision manifest in many ways; when we needed to, we fell back on our savings. In time, our savings were fully depleted and then we were truly left without any options or exceptions. God alone had to come through or we were in deep trouble! For a five-year period, spirits of lack, poverty, and degradation assaulted us daily.
They knocked on the door of our hearts continuously. We had to choose whether or not we were going to sign for their packages.
We praised the Lord with all our hearts when our needs were visibly met, but would we praise Him when it appeared that the well had run dry? Would we still believe His promises and trust Him when the fridge was empty and when there was no available means to pay bills? Would we still find praise within our hearts to offer to Him when our hearts were broken and fearful? Would we still believe?
When we began this journey, we had fully committed ourselves to the Lord’s invitation to live by faith with sincerity and abandonment. We lined up our confirmations and obtained the blessing and agreement of our spiritual leaders. We studied the Scriptures from Genesis through Revelation and discovered that the Lord’s promises were sure regarding provision. Nowhere did He say that He would fail to meet our needs. We also studied kingdom economy and believed and obeyed the wisdom and instruction of the Word regarding tithing, sowing and reaping, diligence, work ethics, and wise stewardship. We were fully committed to aligning with Him and His glorious kingdom ways.
We struggled daily due to the enormous pressures that were against us. We had two young children who were such troopers during this time. They never complained or put any pressure on 63
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us. They embraced the faith walk also, and they always had praise in their hearts for God even though the days were extremely lean.
There were times when our fridge was empty and we had no food.
We literally had to pray for our daily bread. We served the Lord diligently with all our hearts and stood on the promises every day without wavering. In the midst of our faith struggles, we were scorned by family members and friends who did not understand our walk. Shame attempted to cloak us.

We had to set our blessing parameters.
I wish I could tell you that I passed every faith test perfectly during that time, but I did not. There were times when I screamed at God saying, “Where are You? Even the heathen are more blessed than we are and we are serving You with all our hearts!”
I want to be open and vulnerable with you on this. I failed many times when the pressure became great. The good news is 64
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that when I confessed my sin and failure before God, He forgave me and cleansed me from all unrighteousness. My failures have been dissolved in the precious blood of Christ. I am sharing my failures with you so that you can be encouraged, but in God’s eyes I passed the tests perfectly. He sees only my walk of faith because of His forgiveness and love. He does not see my failure.
He cast my shortcomings and sinful responses of fear, unbelief, and doubt far from Him – as far as the east is from the west. They are remembered no more! They are gone! How awesome is He?
Oh, how I love Him!
The five years of progressive attack and assault on our faith actually strengthened our faith, even though it felt like we were being weakened. That is why the Word says, “Let the weak say, I am strong” (Joel 3:10 KJV). We overcame by standing on the covenant Word of God and by testifying of His goodness. “They overcame him by the blood of the Lamb, and by the word of their testimony; and they loved not their lives unto the death”
(Revelation 12:11 KJV).
One day in the fifth year of the trial, I was driving down the highway on the way to a meeting. I was crying out to God and finding my praise for Him within my heart, when suddenly I felt a breakthrough in the Spirit. I can’t really explain it except to say that I knew that I knew that I knew – the trial of our faith was over and the breakthrough had come! Within the next couple of weeks there was breakthrough after breakthrough after breakthrough in our finances, and we were catapulted into a whole new level of operative anointing and authority in the Spirit.
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Faith advEntUrE in mExico
Within a short time after that breakthrough, the Lord gave us a new assignment and sent us to Tijuana, Mexico, to minister to the poorest of the poor. Over 80 percent of the city’s population lived in dire poverty at that time. We were untouched by the spirit of poverty and lack in the region during our three and half year ministry season there. We prospered greatly and therefore were able to bless the poor and various Mexican ministries in the area.
We are blessed so that we can be a blessing. We started with nothing and believed the Lord for a small team of people who were willing to live by faith. We left on our journey to Mexico with a team of eight adventurous young adults, a van that someone donated to us just prior to leaving, a box of kitchen supplies, a box of office supplies, and $1,200 in cash that we had collected in outreach fees.
Despise not the days of small beginnings! Every day we believed God, and our provision grew exponentially in a land plagued with poverty. We defied the poverty spirit in the city and fed and clothed the poor every day, built houses for the homeless, and aided in the building of orphanages and medical centers. We reaped a large harvest of souls; we witnessed God’s miracle power in healing, deliverance, and provisional intervention in amazing ways. We prospered in the midst of poverty. Poverty and lack, although all around us, could not touch us. We were living in The Zone!
Our season in Mexico was glorious. We lived under an open heaven, but it was preceded by five years of warfare and intense pressure against our financial well-being.
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Without realizing it, we were being trained to reign over the spirit of poverty through our struggles. Our personal battle against lack prepared us for a wonderful season of abundance in Mexico.
As I look back over the years of hardship previous to our breakthrough, I have only praise and thanksgiving. He preserved us all those years in the wilderness. There wasn’t a day when we went to bed without something to eat. We were never naked, but clothed. We always had a roof over our heads and every bill was paid. We actually lacked nothing even though the times were extremely lean. His presence became more than enough for us.
He is truly all we need. He is Blessing Himself.
Following the grueling period of trial and testing was an enormous promotion into the blessings of God – not just for us, but also for a city and a nation. That season of working our faith muscles and testing our commitment to God prepared us to walk in greater blessings than we could ever have imagined.

It is the same God of provision and blessing. “He is good, for His lovingkindness is everlasting” (Psalm 136:1). “After you have suffered for a little while, the God of all grace, who called you to His eternal glory in Christ, will Himself perfect, confirm, strengthen and establish you” (1 Peter 5:10).
We learned to believe for supernatural provision on a daily basis in our five-year trial period. Those five years birthed such a blessing realm for us, although we did not recognize the blessing of it all at the time. It was a blessing in disguise. We chose to receive only the promises of God and we resisted the lies of the enemy and the lack and poverty he offered. It paid off – big time! Our faith measure accelerated beyond belief at that time and carved out a place of victory for us that cannot be stolen by the enemy, for this place is in Christ.
When you contend for and establish a position of victory over a battle, that realm becomes your perpetual, operative position of authority.
thE BEatitUdEs
The Beatitudes give you a glimpse into some of the blessings that are promised you – blessings in disguise.
The Blessing of Being Poor in Spirit “Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven” (Matthew 5:3).
There are times in life when you feel spiritually empty and dry. I remember a season when I was very spiritually depleted. I 68
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had been neglecting my devotional and personal worship times with the Lord due to becoming overly consumed with practical ministry administration and oversight. I ran on old fuel for a while and ended up dull and empty in spirit. As a result of my negligence in seeking the Lord, I began to lean on my own understanding in making decisions and in completing assignments. My lack of abiding in Christ affected my view of life, my faith, and my level of joy. Everything became an effort for me rather than being found in the midst of His glorious grace that enables. I was indeed poor in spirit. You might think, “Well, how could that be a blessing?”
When you live in The Zone, everything turns into a blessing even if your situation looks devastating. Your trials can poten-tially be a stumbling block for you or they can be a stepping-stone. Your failures can be a curse or they can turn into a blessing, depending on your perspective and the actions you take. Life in the Blessing Zone is amazing; once you determine that only blessings are allowed in your sphere of life, everything turns into a blessing even if it didn’t look like one to begin with.
The greatest blessing for me at that time was to have a first-hand encounter with the reality of the weakness of my carnal nature. In Matthew 26:33, Peter said to Jesus, “Even though all may fall away because of You, I will never fall away.” Peter did not know the strength of his carnal nature and he relied on his own self more than he realized.
Peter did indeed deny the Lord following his bold confession of loyalty, and he was devastated. Jesus restored broken and disil-lusioned Peter, but it was not until Peter was completely broken and poor in spirit that the door opened for him to step into the full blessing of his destiny. He needed to see his own weakness or 69
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poverty of spirit so that he would not rely on himself when the Lord set him in place to be one of the most strategically positioned apostles in church history. You can trust someone who knows his own weakness and has learned to overcome. Some of your most valuable lessons in life will be learned through some of your greatest failures.

When I was poor in spirit, I turned to God more than ever because I knew that He alone could fill me. I couldn’t fix the problem with any carnal solutions – only turning towards God could give me my breakthrough.
In my desperation, I truly did seek the Lord and cried out to Him for breakthrough. As I poured my heart before Him in love, expectation, and faith, my need was more than met. He revealed to me how I had stepped off the path of single-focused devotion. He led me to repentance and brokenness, and then filled me with increased revelation of Himself, His Kingdom, 70
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and His righteousness. My poverty of spirit did not look like a blessing, but it was in fact what took me much deeper into the Lord’s heart and ways. Desperation brought me to a whole new place. “Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven” (Matthew 5:3). Oh, how I love the discipline of the Lord!
The Blessing of Mourning
“Blessed are those who mourn, for they shall be comforted” (Matthew 5:4).
Part of living is dying. If you believe in Christ, then you never die but simply step into the fullness of eternal life as you leave the temporal dimension. However, in the temporal realm you experience termination of life. This means that as long as you are in the world, you will suffer loss.
Suffering doesn’t always feel good and is not usually equated with blessing. Yet Jesus Himself said that you are blessed when you mourn. Mourning is a response to loss. If you have never experienced suffering, loss, and mourning, then you would never fully understand His comfort.
Often we think of the death of a loved one when we refer to mourning, but other things can die, too: expectations, opportunities, marriages, dreams, desires, and relationships. All these death experiences in the temporal realm can produce a weight of glory for you. During these times, you will become introduced to the Comforter Himself. You will know comfort, and that is a blessing! We seldom look for blessing in the midst of our mourning, but if we do, we will find it. Jesus promised.
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The Blessing of Hunger and Thirst “Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, for they shall be satisfied” (Matthew 5:6).
Have you ever felt thankful for where you are in your Christian walk, but your experience in Christ’s presence simply makes you hungry and thirsty for more? It unsettles and sometimes even discourages? It is the same in the natural. Hunger is uncomfortable UNTIL you eat. Then you are blessed and satisfied.
Your spiritual hunger and thirst are a blessing for you. You shall be filled with what you hunger and thirst for. This is the blessing!
As soon as you identify hunger and thirst, rejoice, because that is your sign that fulfillment is right around the corner.
If you lack an appetite, you cannot eat. Individuals have actually died from anorexia. Your body needs food in order to give you the fuel to live, work, and play. If you do not feed your body, you will not live. It is the same in the spiritual dimension. If you do not feed yourself with good spiritual food, you will wither and not have a quality life. When you acknowledge your hunger, then go to the buffet table of His promises and eat up. All His blessings are righteous, so eat to the full and be gloriously satisfied!
Jesus said, “If anyone is thirsty, let him come to Me and drink”
(John 7:37). Jesus always meant what He said and said what He meant. If you are thirsty for more of Him, for more revelation, for refreshment in His presence, then go to Him and receive. Drink of the pure water of the Word and the Spirit. Drink of the pure river of life that flows from the throne in heaven.
In The Zone, you don’t have to wait to be invited to His banqueting table – you were already invited two thousand years ago. You can feast at His table of promises and drink from the 72
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fountain of life any time you wish. It is your privilege as a child of God!
If you are hungry – you are blessed. If you are thirsty – you are blessed. Why? Because you will be filled!
The Blessing of Persecution
“Blessed are those who have been persecuted for the sake of righteousness, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.
Blessed are you when people insult you and persecute you, and falsely say all kinds of evil against you because of Me. Rejoice and be glad, for your reward in heaven is great” (Matthew 5:10-12).
When people are speaking evil of you, believe me, it does not initially feel like a blessing at all. Each of us has been created for acceptance and not rejection. Persecution, slander, and evil speaking are hurtful. Yet the Word unmistakably says that when we are persecuted for His name’s sake, and when people speak evil against us falsely, then we are blessed, and we even receive a great reward in heaven.
I remember the first morning after receiving Christ. My heart was so full of joy for being forgiven! I had been emotionally unsettled and ready to be institutionalized, and now Jesus had set me free. I went door-to-door in my neighborhood. I was so excited, and I thought that the only reason people had not received Jesus yet was because they did not know. I knocked on my neighbors’ doors and when they answered, I excitedly shared the good news. I said, “Last night, Jesus came into my heart and removed all my sin, and He can remove yours, too. Would you like that?” I will never forget the look on the face of the first 73
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couple that came to the door. They responded by saying, “Have you gone crazy?” I replied spontaneously, “No, I was crazy but now I’m not crazy.” They looked at me perplexed and with dis-gust, and certainly let me know that they were not interested. I received similar responses at other homes, although most were more polite.
Within a few days, the word had spread throughout the neighborhood that I had lost my mind. (Praise the Lord, I actually had! The Lord gave me His in exchange.) The report came back to me that slanderous rumors were going around and that I was now labeled as a religious fanatic. This was my introduction to controversy, which hasn’t stopped. As a forerunner, I have experienced persecution and slander in every conceivable way you can imagine. It is never comfortable or pleasant and almost always hurts; yet the Lord calls it a blessing.
As a brand new baby Christian, I was scorned and mocked by my neighbors. Shame tried to come on me when I heard the gossip, but the Holy Spirit quickened to me Matthew 5:12. I was amazed at His promise. I was so in love with Jesus that the promise of eternal blessing far outweighed the persecution and reviling. were hurting me. I was quiet without a defensive reaction and just loved.
I grew quickly in the Lord as a baby in Christ, and the neighborhood persecution worked to separate my heart even more to God and to overcome the fear of man. I am called to live before an audience of One. I learned to love when I wasn’t loved. I learned to forgive when mistreated. I learned to bless those who cursed me. What an awesome reward!
Years later, my husband and I had planted a church and apostolic center. A three-year outpouring of the Spirit filled our ministry and influenced our region. Our apostolic leaders had blessed our church plant, but the pastoral leaders had not. They did not like the renewal we were experiencing and they let us know. They preached warnings about us from their pulpits and Christian pastors spoke curses against us.
One day, the head of the ministerial came to visit me and let me know face-to-face that he and the others in the ministerial were standing against me and our church. I listened to his heart and humbled myself without getting self-protective. He told me not to bother to come to the ministerial meetings, as they did not want me there. I thanked him for his honesty but gently informed him that I would continue to serve the ministerial. I also thanked him for setting me up for great reward in heaven. I am not sure he was happy about that, but I will make sure he gets the credit for my reward because I actually did nothing to warrant it. It simply comes as a result of being persecuted and having people speak evil against you falsely. Our church was actually the most faithful church to the ministerial gatherings and assignments. In the ministers’ meetings, I would sit still and silent most of the time (except when I got up to pour their coffee and serve 75
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them donuts – they liked that). I listened, I prayed, I encouraged, I blessed.
Following that season, the Lord led us on and opened up a global platform of itinerant ministry. Every time we have experienced a season of persecution and slander, we get promoted, and blessing comes upon us.
I never find these seasons comfortable. Some of them are extremely painful, but they all lead me closer to His heart and call me into deeper levels of humility before God and man. These seasons of persecution and slander test my love levels so that I can “partake of Christ’s sufferings” (1 Peter 4:13 NKJV).
When you live in The Zone, everything turns into a blessing.
I know this! When the devil assaults you, he intends to harm and destroy you and your faith. And his assaults will do just that if you let them. But when you are committed to blessing, each assault will turn into goodness for you. Blessings in disguise are all around you. I always tell the devil when he comes with attacks, “You will be sorry you ever tried!” I say this with confidence because Jesus promises me victory in all things. Intended evil will turn to good for me. I am blessed in all things. So are you. Live in The Zone!

alignmEnt to thE word and waYs oF god It is vital that you align with God’s Word and His ways if you are to receive His blessings. It is wise to obey God’s Word, and it is foolish to disobey. “Do not be deceived, God is not mocked; for whatever a man sows, this he will also reap. For the one who sows to his own flesh will from the flesh reap corruption, but the one who sows to the Spirit will from the Spirit reap eternal life”
(Galatians 6:7-8). You cannot expect to live contrary to God’s ways and remain in the blessings. A kingdom is the domain and rule of a king. If you live in the domain of King Jesus, you will live in the blessings of His Kingdom.
If you spend time in the Word of God every day, the Word will guard your steps and keep you in the truth. I love the book of Proverbs and read through it often. It contains so many practical guidelines and instructions for life, but it also has the most references to wisdom. I grow in wisdom by reading the book of Proverbs because the Word does not return void, but accomplishes everything it is sent to do. The words regarding wisdom are imparted into my soul and go to work for me. When you have wisdom, you have blessings.
Divine order brings divine glory. Align with the Word of God and His righteousness. Align with His ways and live in The 81
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Zone. Many people want to claim the blessings by faith but do not understand the alignment needed to act on the Word of God.
Without works our faith is dead.
I know someone who quoted the Word concerning financial blessing. He would repeat over and over, “The Lord meets all my needs according to His riches in glory by Christ.” He would further confess, “God opens the heavens for me and pours out blessings that I do not have room to contain.” These are great confessions, but one must also align with the whole counsel of God in order to be positioned for a blessing. In the area of financial blessing, we are taught in Scripture concerning tithing, sowing and reaping, wise stewardship, integrity, and diligence in work ethics. This person had a great confession but did not align with the full counsel of God. The Lord wanted him to be blessed, but he was not postured for it. Eventually, he came to a wrong conclusion, stating, “The Word does not work.” If the Word is not manifesting in our lives, it is never a matter of it not working.
We need to examine our alignment to the ways of God and our levels of perseverance. The Word works!
thE PowEr oF ExPEctation
I have discovered that when you have expectation for blessings, blessings come. I like to take time each day and dream for a while. I like to meditate on the goodness of God and allow expectation for His blessings to bubble up within me. Invariably what I delight in and joyfully expect seems to come to pass.
What expectations do you have? Some people always expect the worst, and so they get the worst. Those who expect the best usually get the best on a continual basis.
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Expect blessings every day. Throughout your day remind yourself that you are blessed. Expect favor. Expect open doors.
Expect financial blessings. Expect great relationships. Expect breakthroughs and victories. Expect increase. You will receive what you expect. Expectation attracts what you are expecting.
Recently I have been practicing expectation with great deliberation. For example, one day as I was checking in for a flight, I realized that the trip home was almost four hours and I was in a crowded economy seat. I allowed an expectation for upgrade to rise up within my heart. I asked the ticket agent if there were any other seating options. They looked through their system and found the perfect seat – an upgrade to an exit row, which happened to have even more legroom than first class. My expectation for upgrade opened the door for it.
I am not saying that I always see my expectation fulfilled, but I do find that the more I expect blessings, the more they come.
Sometimes when we suffer disappointment because our hope has been deferred, we don’t bother to expect good again. We ratio-nalize the situation and think, “If I don’t expect good, then I won’t be disappointed if it doesn’t happen.” This kind of thinking is, If you have fallen

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expecting blessings and good things in life. Keep moving forward in your expectations until blessings literally come upon you and overtake you. Let waves of blessings wash over you. As you sow expectation, you will reap what you expect. Those who live in The Zone live in expectation of good things.
rEnEwing thE mind
The Scripture teaches us that the carnal nature is at enmity against God. “Because the carnal mind is enmity against God; for it is not subject to the law of God, nor indeed can be” (Romans 8:7 NKJV). Therefore, if you do not renew your mind according to the truth, you will lean to your own understanding. You renew your mind through the Word of God. Every time you read and meditate on the Word of God, your mind is washed and renewed in the ways of the Kingdom.
Your circumstances are based on facts, and facts are of the temporal realm. Facts are subject to change. The Scripture is inspired by the Spirit of Truth and truth is of the eternal realm.
Truth is unchangeable. Your mind must be renewed according to truth in order to enjoy living perpetually in the blessings of God.
Our minds naturally tend to lean towards negativity and fear.
When we meditate on the Word, we are renewed in the truth and are postured to receive blessings.
attitUdE and PErsPEctivE arE EvErYthing!
Those who live in The Zone have attitudes and perspectives based on faith and positive outcomes. Your attitude and perspective towards life will often determine what kind of life you actually have.
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You have probably met people who are negative about everything. They can be blessed in many areas of their life, but they will focus on the areas where they aren’t blessed rather than where they are. If their cup were filled halfway with water, they would probably view it as half empty rather than half full.
A good attitude and perspective will attract blessings. Always look for the good in everything. Philippians 4:4-9 says, Rejoice in the Lord always; again I will say, rejoice! Let your gentle spirit be known to all men. The Lord is near.
Be anxious for nothing, but in everything by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known to God. And the peace of God, which surpasses all comprehension, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus. Finally, brethren, whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is of good repute, if there is any excellence and if anything worthy of praise, dwell on these things. The things you have learned and received and heard and seen in me, practice these things, and the God of peace will be with you.
In other words, you are to always look to the good. Always find the “silver lining in every cloud.” When you stay focused on good and pleasant thoughts, you will empower good and pleasant things in your life.
Once I had a goal for a certain amount of return on a project.
For the sake of this example, let’s say the return expected was 100
units. After laboring on this project for a number of days, I finally got a breakthrough. The crack in the door opened for fulfillment.
I pressed in, labored hard, and received my first return. I met with my other team members right away to share the good news, as we 85
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had been pressing in together. I was so excited about this initial sign of fulfillment.
They asked me how many units my breakthrough had produced. I figured it out quickly in my head and excitedly said, “FIVE!” They looked at me, shocked, then looked at each other and laughed. They said, “Patricia, we need 100 units.” I responded, “I know, we only have 95 more to go.” It is all about attitude and perspective. We continued to rejoice in every little breakthrough and eventually increased until the fulfillment of our goal was met.
When I first became a Christian, I loved the hymn we sang, “Count your blessings, name them one by one.” When you think on all the ways you are blessed, it gives you a clear perspective of your life in The Zone. To this day, I often like to go to sleep thinking about how blessed I am.
If you have a positive perspective, you will attract positive things. If you have a negative attitude and perspective, you will attract the negative. I have seen this over and over again. I have known individuals that were actually financially blessed but they did not have that perspective.

They always looked at what they positive perspective, didn’t have rather than what they did have. They compared them-you will attract selves with others who had more positive things. If
than they did. They failed to see you have a negative how much the Father had blessed them. They were always disgrun-attitude and tled and lived in a poverty and perspective, you will lack mentality, even though they attract the negative. had more than enough.
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On the other hand, I have known people who had very few earthly things and yet praised the Lord always for how blessed they were. They were thankful for everything they had and lived in the attitude and perspective of blessing. They were blessed indeed!
onlY BEliEvE
Jesus said, “All things are possible to him who believes”
(Mark 9:23). We have already covered the importance of faith, but this cannot be stressed enough. Living in the fullness of the blessings of Christ cannot be secured without faith. Faith is your downloader. Faith is your connector. Faith is your heavenly currency.
When the Holy Spirit quickens a promise to you in the Word, He expects you to embrace it and receive it into your heart and life. He wants you to enjoy the benefit of it. Lock into the promise like a dog with a bone and don’t let go until it comes into manifestation. As I mentioned earlier, when you receive a promise, it is like becoming pregnant. The moment faith comes, you have the substance or the reality of the promise within you. It will grow just like a baby does in the womb. One day you will see the manifestation of it, but while you are waiting you still have it. Live like you do. ONLY believe.
Doubt and unbelief are extremely dangerous. Israel could not enter into the Promised Land because of unbelief, even though the promise remained. In the book of James we are taught that if we doubt, we will receive nothing from the Lord (James 1:6-8).
ONLY believe.
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dEtErminE YoUr ZonE
You are the one who chooses blessing or curse for your life.
The decision is yours. Make a quality decision today to live only in the blessings of God. Don’t just ponder it in your heart; deliberately choose and establish your blessing parameter. It is your determination and choice that sets your parameter in place. You simply make the decision in your heart, and then proclaim it with your mouth. Decree, “I will live only in the blessings of God. I live in The Zone of His goodness.” If anything tries to assault you that is not a blessing, you address it and say, “Only blessings come into my life; therefore, you will turn into a great blessing for me.”
It helps me when I write out my decrees and choices in jour-nals, on notes in my Bibles, or even on my fridge, computer, desk, etc. Keep the vision of living in The Zone before you, so you remember who you are and what you have. That way you will stay focused, and whatever you focus on you will empower.
PraYEr
“You do not have because you do not ask” (James 4:2). Often-times, you do not experience fullness of blessing because you do not ask. First John 5:14-15 teaches us, “If we ask anything according to His will, He hears us. And if we know that He hears us in whatever we ask, we know that we have the requests which we have asked from Him.”
Jesus taught that whatever you ask for when you pray, you are to believe that you have received them, and they will be granted (Mark 11:24). You are exhorted through the Scripture to pray so that your joy may be full. If you desire blessings, ask for blessings 88
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according to the will of God and they shall be granted you. The Word clearly teaches this.
Prayerlessness is often the reason we fall short of what the Lord desires to give us. I love contending in prayer for breakthrough. It is also beneficial to keep a record of answered prayers.
It is great encouragement.
I remember waking up with the flu one morning. It was attacking my body. I was suffering with a headache, sore muscles and joints, and was nauseated. Instead of going right to prayer when I acknowledged the symptoms, I entered into self pity and whining. I said, “Oh no, I’m sick.” With that acknowledgement I empowered the sickness in my body and sealed it into my system.
Sickness is not a blessing and it doesn’t belong to my life in The Zone, but I fully invited it in.
My husband declared, “You are NOT sick! You are healed in Jesus’ name! You have the blessing of divine health!” Ron’s declaration of faith made me realize that I had failed to resist the sickness and neglected to pray for healing to enter my body. Instead of asking for a blessing and receiving it by faith, I acknowledged the sickness. I was ready to take a Tylenol before I even prayed to ask the Lord for His wisdom. I received from my own understanding instead of receiving the blessing of healing through prayer.
I realized what I had done and immediately came into agreement with God’s Word. I prayed and received my healing by faith.
I continued to fight the good fight of faith that day, establishing my blessing parameter. It took a while before the full manifestation of the healing came, but in the meantime I had set the parameter and established The Zone. I locked in through prayer and decree, and followed the Lord into a glorious release of His health and strength.
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Life in The Zone is amazing and it is for you! Your entire life can and will increase in blessing as you follow the Lord. You were created for this, so go for it!
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ChAPTEr
5
You Are Blessed
with Favor
For it is You who blesses the righteous man, O Lord, You surround him with favor as a shield.
Psalm 5:12
Chapter 5
Jesus grew in favor with God and man; that same increasing and sustained favor is yours when you are in Christ. I have experienced both favor and rejection and, like you, I like favor much better! When you are favored, doors open for you and people like you even when they don’t necessarily know why. Goodness is attracted to you, everything “comes up roses,”
and amazing opportunities are always at your doorstep. When you experience favor, there is a skip in your step; you are literally energized by favor.
A number of years ago, I read a little booklet called Favor. I was so inspired through it that I started believing for increased favor. It was exciting to see how quickly favor came to me when I anticipated it. I studied scriptural promises on the favor that 93
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had been granted me in Christ. I confessed them on a daily basis, believing that they would manifest in my life… and they did!
It was like stepping into a life-giving current of the undeserved, unmerited, favor of God. I would stand in long lines at the bank or grocery store and suddenly another counter would open up. One time a teller had just opened her window when she pointed right at me and said, “Let me help you over here, ma’am.” There were others in front of me but she insisted that she had opened to serve me.
When shopping, I’d get discounts on items without even asking. I was upgraded on flights and car rentals. Doors on the mission field opened up, as well as opportunities in ministry. I would receive special concessions, enor-We need the favor mous price breaks, and extra-quality of God in order to service when buying real estate and vehicles. In the workplace, I was given win the lost. We

Yet today, I can sometimes actually feel the tangible favor. It is like a special glow and an attraction gift. It has rested on me in certain meetings, relational connections, restaurants, airports, and business appointments. Whenever the tangible favor is present, increased anointing and miracles seem to prevail.
Although I’ve enjoyed all the aforementioned blessings of favor, the most cherished times of blessing for me are when I am on the streets witnessing, and people who do not know Christ 94
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favor me. When favor manifests, they are mysteriously drawn to Christ in me like bees to honey. Without favor, we can preach a great gospel message, but no one will listen or receive. We need the favor of God in order to win the lost. We need the favor of God in order to influence nations. Favor is awesome!
Favor – a PowErFUl wEaPon against rEJEction I met a family a number of years ago who were plagued with a spirit of rejection. I had never heard anything like the horrific stories they shared. They were a family of four (two parents, a son and a daughter). Each member of the family suffered personal rejection and the family itself was rejected. They explained to me how this rejection had been a stronghold for generations. It was very bizarre and also very evident that it was a demonic assignment over their lives.
They explained to me that as a family they were rejected at church, amongst relatives, and in their neighborhood. Both the father and mother complained of rejection in their workplace and in every church they had attended over the years. The children were rejected at school and in their youth group. None of them had any true personal friends – not one. They had fallen into such a victim mentality that they actually expected rejection rather than favor. They seemed like nice enough people, but rejection suffocated them.
When you have a rejection spirit, it is as though there is a name plaque on your forehead that says, “REJECT ME!” You can always tell when there is a spirit of rejection on a person, because you want to reject them. If a person has the spirit of the Lord’s favor on them, you want to favor them.
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We ministered deliverance to this dear family and broke off some demonic assignments that came through the generation line. I then shared some important keys with them: Reject Rejection. We explained that rejection was not their portion in Christ. Favor was. They could not let rejection into their lives anymore. They were to literally reject rejection and not sign for and accept any more packages with contents of rejection.
Receive Favor by Faith. We taught the family to connect to the promises of favor in the Word of God through faith.
Expect Favor. They were instructed to expect favor each and every day and to remind themselves often that favor was their portion.
Confess Favor. We gave them some written decrees based on the Word of God to proclaim over their lives each day. They were to always confess favor and never rejection. They were taught to align with the truth and not the facts.
Sow Favor. They were encouraged to sow favor into other people’s lives even if the people they sowed into didn’t recipro-cate. The Word is true and teaches that if you sow bountifully you will reap bountifully. You will! They were to sow favor into people’s lives each and every day, with an expectation of return.
And the more they sowed the better.
They were also cautioned not to “dig up the seed early” in order to check it out. Leave it in the ground and give it time to grow and produce. They were to concentrate on the sowing aspect with an expectation of reaping one day. Ecclesiastes 11:6
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teaches, “Sow your seed in the morning and do not be idle in the evening, for you do not know whether morning or evening sowing will succeed, or whether both of them alike will be good.”
Ecclesiastes 11:1 further states that you are to, “Cast your bread on the God has given

Confront the Enemy. They were instructed to confront rejection with the power of favor. The favor of God is much more powerful than the devil’s rejection. Rejection was their enemy, and if it tried to assault them, they would not only resist the rejection, firm in their faith, but they would determine they would see the assault bring forth a great testimony. They were taught to flip the assault into a blessing and make the devil sorry he even tried.
After putting these valuable tools and weapons into their hands, we had a final prayer and then left to travel home. I saw them again three months later. They had seriously applied all the principles of receiving and exercising their God-given blessing 97
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of favor. The results were astounding! They were filled with joy and shared numerous testimonies of God’s faithfulness. They experienced favor in their community, at their workplace, in their schools, and at their church. One year later I returned to that region again, and they were still enjoying the enormous favor of the Lord. The curse of rejection was broken by the power of favor.
Favor dEFinEd
Study the following definition of favor and begin to dream of increased levels of favor filling your life. Meditate on each one.
Favor is:
• an act of gracious kindness.
• to prefer or promote one over another.
• an advantage given to the benefit of someone or something.
• to consider as the favorite (i.e., “Joseph was the favorite son of his father”).
• an inclination to approve.
• to treat gently or carefully.
• a feeling of favorable regard.
• a privilege: to bestow a privilege and benefit upon.
rEcEiving Favor BY Faith
You have already been granted this wonderful blessing of favor. It is yours in Christ. You don’t deserve it or warrant it, but it is yours. Accept it in faith. Lay hold of it. As you choose to accept His favor, you will grow in favor with God and with man.
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Favor is a spiritual substance or blessing that will work for you in many ways. It is yours, but you must receive it by faith. Jesus taught you to receive what you ask for when you pray. You actually receive favor into your heart by faith. When you have it by faith, then you literally have it. “Therefore I say to you, all things for which you pray and ask, believe that you have received them, and they will be granted you” (Mark 11:24).
Faith connects the substance of favor to your heart. Your faith brings the invisible blessing of favor out of the heavenly places in Christ and into your life. Deliberately receive favor by faith and you shall have favor. When you have it, then it can grow in you and manifest in your daily life everywhere you go.
It is that simple.
ExaminE YoUrsElF
Sometimes there are reasons for not receiving favor. For example, I knew a young man a number of years ago who had very bad breath and such terrible body odor that it made you think you were going to pass out when you were near him!
He wore unwashed clothes, spoke with crudeness, and was generally unkempt in appearance. Did he suffer rejection? You bet he did! There were reasons why he didn’t get chosen for the jobs he applied for. There were reasons why people did not want to invite him over to their home for dinner or out for fellowship.
If you are rejected, it might not necessarily be a demon of rejection assaulting you or people’s insensitivity towards you – it could be your armpits! Wash them, use some deodorant, and see what happens.
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It is healthy to examine yourself to see if there are offensive ways in you or ways that need an adjustment in your outlook on life. Favor is yours in Christ, but you need to align with the things that attract favor and resist the things that don’t. Truly humble yourself and invite the Holy Spirit to show you anything He wants to bring into alignment so that you can enjoy the blessings of abundant favor.
what YoU FocUs on, YoU EmPowEr Focus is very powerful. I can guarantee you that if you focus with fervent passion on the promises of God concerning His favor towards you, If you focus with you will be immersed in favor. Favor fervent passion
will go before you and favor will follow on the promises of you. You will wake up to favor in the morning. Favor will greet you in your God concerning home, the marketplace, and workplace.

Set your mind on those things that are good and lovely. “Finally, brethren, whatever is true, whatever is honorable, whatever is right, whatever is pure, whatever is lovely, whatever is of good repute, if there is any excellence and if anything worthy of praise, dwell on these things” (Philippians 4:8). Why focus and set your mind on these things?
Because when you do, you attract goodness and blessings. Proverbs 23:7 teaches us that as a man thinks in his heart, so is he.
Let’s stay focused!
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thE PErils oF Favor
As with any blessing from God, it is always important that we worship Him with the blessings we receive. It all goes back to Him. Revelation 5:12 confirms this. “Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive power and riches and wisdom and might and honor and glory and blessing.”
The blessing of favor is granted to us through the goodness of God’s love demonstrated through the gift of His Son. It is part of our covenant package. But we must never forget that this blessing of favor is undeserved. It is because of God’s mercy alone that we enjoy favor. This must never be forgotten. Always remember to thank the Lord for His gift of undeserved, unmerited favor.
I knew a young man who grew up with terrible rejection and neglect. He had a difficult and painful childhood, and he manifested his pain through outward rebellion, anger, and violence.
He was incarcerated as a teenager for a serious crime. After serving his sentence, he received Christ and enjoyed a glorious salvation encounter. As he pursued God, more and more blessings came upon him. He lived by the glorious promises of the Word of God. He meditated day and night on the promises, and the blessings continued to multiply in his life. He grew into increased and enormous favor. It was undeserved, unmerited favor, but over time, as the favor continued to multiply, his focus centered on himself and the fame. Pride entered his heart, and like Humpty Dumpty, he had a great fall. His favor crashed and so did his public platform. Pride always comes before a fall.
The favor of God can humble you or produce pride depending on the condition of your heart. You must always remember that favor is undeserved and unmerited! It should always lead you to 101
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greater levels of humility when you realize how undeserved it is and how good God is.
Daniel, chapter four, describes the great favor that rested on King Nebuchadnezzar’s life. He was granted a glorious kingdom but did not submit to God in the fear of the Lord. He began to boast and glory in his own accomplishments (Daniel 4:29-30). Suddenly everything fell – his well-being was diminished to nothing in a moment of time. The king was humbled greatly, until he acknowledged the Lord and openly decreed that all the goodness, the glory, and the dominion was God’s. He was then restored.
Increased favor demands increased humility and worship.
Never forget, “It is God who is at work in you, both to will and to work for His good pleasure” (Philippians 2:13). God gives favor and He deserves the return of it in worship.
thE PowEr oF dEcrEEs
I have a firm conviction that the spoken word carves out a path for our lives and that the Word of God goes forth and performs what it is sent to do (James 3:2-6; Isaiah 55:11). We live by the fruit of our lips – for good or for evil. You will notice that people who always speak negative things about their life usually have a negative and cursed life. Those who proclaim the truth and the blessings of God are usually happy and receive the fruit of their confession. Sowing words of blessings over your life is one of the greatest gifts you can give yourself.
Decree in faith the following simple decree for favor over your life daily, and allow the truth to create blessing.

dEcrEE For Favor
I am blessed with the undeserved, unmerited favor of the Lord. Favor is a shield around me. I grow in favor with both God and man because my ways delight the Lord and because I love His wisdom and righteousness. I am favored everywhere I go. I am favored in the workplace, the marketplace, my home, my church, and everywhere I go each day. I am favored in relationships. My speech drips with favor.
I am favored in everything I put my hands to. Doors of opportunity open for me and many blessings are attracted to me because of the undeserved, unmerited favor of the Lord. As I sow favor into the lives of others, I reap a bountiful harvest of favor. Because I sow bountifully, favor comes back onto my life on every wave (Ecclesiastes 11:1).
Rejection flees from me and has no place to land because favor is my portion. I receive only favor, and every act of disfavor towards me eventually turns into enduring favor on my behalf.
When favor is granted me, I give it back to God in worship. I always remember that it is God alone who blesses me with undeserved, unmerited favor. I am humbled by His favor shown towards me. I praise God all day long because I am greatly favored and greatly blessed.

What is so amazing is that you are promised victory in Christ in all things. No matter what comes against you, God has your back and you win, if you do not give up. He is cheering you on.
The great cloud of witnesses is cheering you on. The battle is never over until it’s over, and it is not over until you win. Jesus cut an eternal, unbreakable, covenant between God and man through His finished work on the cross. This has granted you unlimited access into the blessings of God. After Christ’s death on the cross, He descended into hell and took the full victory over hell, death, and the grave (Revelation 1:18; Ephesians 4:9-10). He has the keys and He has given them to you (Matthew 16:18-19; 28:18). Christ has triumphed over all and for all time.
“When He had disarmed the rulers and authorities, He made a public display of them, having triumphed over them through Him” (Colossians 2:15). His triumph is your triumph. His victory is your victory.
When you face a trial, immediately begin to rejoice in the coming victory. I always say, “Devil, you will be sorry you ever 110
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tried!” I say this with absolute confidence because I know that I always have the victory in Christ. I don’t always understand how the Lord is going to work everything out, but I know He is going to. I win! He promised!
Rise up in faith and assuredness when you are hit with a bomb from the enemy. The Lord will work it together for good for you.
Lock into your victory and do not lose sight of the truth. Remember – you win! This is the benefit you receive by living in the Blessing Zone.
thE PowEr oF EndUrancE
Winners never quit and quitters never win! Galatians 6:9
exhorts us, “Let us not lose heart in doing good, for in due time we will reap if we do not grow weary.” When you are at the end of your rope, tie a knot and hang on. Look at what the Bible says about endurance:
“For you have need of endurance, so that when you have done the will of God, you may receive what was promised” (Hebrews 10:36).
“Therefore, since we have so great a cloud of witnesses surrounding us, let us also lay aside every encumbrance and the sin which so easily entangles us, and let us run with endurance the race that is set before us” (Hebrews 12:1).
“Consider it all joy, my brethren, when you encounter various trials, knowing that the testing of your faith produces endurance. And let endurance have its perfect result, so that you may be perfect and complete, lacking in nothing” (James 1:2-4).

There are times when the problem is so great that there is nothing in the natural you can do to overcome. Praise Him with all your heart until the breakthrough comes! Praise releases your victory. While you praise, the Lord will fight for you. Miracle breakthrough will come and you will have one more testimony to the glory of God. The victory is yours in Christ!
A number of years ago, I was traveling with a team of young people to Mexico for an outreach. Our vehicle broke down on 112
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the way and there was no one in sight to help us. We got out and looked to see what we could do, but none of us had the insight or ability to repair the vehicle. We were stuck and helpless. We needed a miracle, so we started to praise the Lord and thank Him for His goodness. After just a few short moments of praise, a truck pulled over. The driver happened to be a mechanic and was able to diagnose our problem and fix it. The praise brought the intervention and victory.
On another occasion, I remember the power of praise releasing provision. We were on the mission field and the food supply was very lean. The mission team became discouraged and rather than praising, they became disgruntled and were constantly complaining about the situation.
One day during a meeting, the Lord convicted them and revealed that their negativity and complaining had turned the heavens to brass, but their praise and thanksgiving could open them.
They had a powerful repentance session, received forgiveness, and then immediately began praising and thanking God.
Within 24 hours, everything shifted. Blessings of food came from every direction. There was abundance for all. Praise shifted the circumstances and released them into the Blessing Zone.
whosE landing striP is it?
“Zoners” live their lives for the glory of God. They give the Dove (Holy Spirit) a place to land in their lives. One time during a prayer retreat, I asked the Lord to teach me what He liked and what He disliked. I told Him that I wanted to prepare a beautiful place for Him in my heart and life with everything that He 113
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loved. I wanted Him to have a true resting place in my life where He would be deeply encouraged and blessed. As a result, I wanted to prepare things that would minister to Him.
He revealed to me the things He deeply cherished – things like unity and love amongst His children, generosity, kindness, faith, righteousness, and care for the poor, widows and orphans.
He also revealed to me the things He hated, including discord, slander, pride, selfishness, lies, unbelief, lawlessness, and perver-sion. I committed to preparing for Him a landing strip in my life, home, and ministry. I truly wanted to attract Him to my heart.
He honored my desire, and I am constantly reminded of His glorious presence as it fills my life, home, ministry, and team. He is so good!
The enemy is also looking for landing strips. He is a legalist and if we sin, he will claim his legal ground and entry into our life. Life in The Zone is not a life of sin but of righteousness. Sin will always open the door for defeat, but righteousness is the landing strip for victory. There are grave consequences for sin. Israel always won battles when they were aligned to the commandments of God; but when they violated His Word and instruction, they were conquered. We must not build a landing strip for the enemy through acts of sin. We must hate sin with a perfect hatred. The Lord said to Cain in Genesis 4:7, “Sin is crouching at the door; and its desire is for you, but you must master it.” Sin is an invitation for defeat and Zoners flee from it – not out of legalistic pressure or control, but out of our love for God and His wisdom.

You Are Blessed
with Abundance
I came that they may have life, and have it abundantly.
John 10:10
Chapter 7
Abundance means “more than enough.” You are called to live in abundance in the Kingdom of God. When God led Israel out of Egypt, He led them out of a land of “not enough.” In the wilderness they had “just enough,” but their final destination was the land of “more than enough.” God wants you to enjoy abundance in everything that is good. Heaven is full of extravagance and abundance.
There is no leanness in heaven because the God of Abundance, the God of Plenty, the God of More Than Enough dwells there.
Where He dwells there is no leanness. This is the Kingdom life that we have been invited to live in through Christ Jesus who purchased it for us. This is life in The Zone.
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Think on this a little. What would your life look like if you were overflowing in every good thing? When you live in abundance, there is so much overflow that you do not have room enough to contain it. I remember when we started laboring on the mission field in Mexico. We began feeding the poor by sharing the little we had. We also gave them our personal clothes.
We sowed into the needs and then believed for more “seed” to sow.
As we believed, more donations of food and clothing, as well as medical and building supplies, flooded in. As soon as we received the supplies, we distributed them to the poor. Our “problem” was that the seed grew exponentially. Before long, truckloads and boatloads of food, clothing, and supplies were sent to us on a fairly continual basis. We literally could not give it out fast enough. As a result, we were forced to rent warehouses so we could store it until we could distribute it. The provision was wonderful, but we actually had to say “NO MORE” for a time until we caught up distributing it all.
Malachi prophesied that the Lord would pour out a blessing that we could not contain (Malachi 3:10). Just like Malachi said, we literally could not contain it. There was great abundance.
We have experienced this many times and in many ways. The abundance of the Lord is promised to all believers.
When we pioneered our ministry in Phoenix, Arizona, Ron and I were living in a little 500-square-foot trailer in a resort trailer park. We also had an 8x10 shed on our lot. My desk, computer, and filing cabinet were in the shed. That was the “ministry office.” When Shirley Ross joined me to produce our television programs, she sacrificed living in her prestigious condo in Irvine, California, and moved into the trailer next to 124
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us. She set up shop on her kitchen table. Then Rob Hotchkin joined us. He gave up his dream cabin in Montana and moved to the desert into another trailer in our park. He set up his office on his kitchen table. Steve and Ruthann Fryer moved from Texas and bought a home with a garage not far from us. They invited us to use half the garage for our resource ministry, and we also used it for Steve’s graphic design workspace.
Those were our humble beginnings. Within six months, we were occupying the Fryers’ full three-car garage with our resources, and we had nine people on staff. We then bought 4,000 square feet of space (an old church and a 1,500-square-foot trailer) in Maricopa, Arizona, just a few miles south of Phoenix.
We used the church building for the offices and resources. The trailer remained empty since we had more space than we needed at the time. Ron and I, Shirley, and Rob all bought houses in the area and worked out of our homes. Within the next 12 months, we more than tripled our staff and not only filled both the church and the trailer but also bought more land and secured increased workspace. Within three years, we had over 40 staff members and three properties.
Everything multiplied. Our ministry became more fruitful, our staff grew, and our outreach to the nations expanded beyond belief. Instead of reaching 10,000 people per week, we were reaching 100 million. Abundance. We grew from one ministry department to over 15 in three years. ABUNDANCE!
God has promised you abundance and increase in all things.
It all started in the garden when God said, “Be fruitful and multiply.” It is part of living Kingdom – it is part of living in The Zone. He wants you to increase in every good thing. This is your portion!
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Abundance is manifested in many areas of life. For example, you can believe for abundance of friends, abundance of spiritual gifts, abundance of faith, abundance of wisdom, and abundance of love. God desires you to pursue all these good things and live in the fullness of them. Go for it! It is God’s will for you!
It is interesting that when you engage in scriptural studies on abundance, prosperity, multiplication, and increase, in the majority of cases the Bible speaks of material abundance. Many Christians are embarrassed or feel awkward regarding material abundance. Even though they might enjoy having abundance of provision in their lives, they don’t want to outwardly say it and have people think they would like it.
Let’s get real here. You are allowed to desire abundance of material possessions. It is biblical. However, the love of money is the root of all evil, and many people We are to love God fall away from the faith as a result of with all our hearts
their affection for it.

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KEYs For living in aBUndancE
Know the God of Abundance
To live in abundance, you must know the God of Abundance – the God of More Than Enough. Many Christians live in a mentality of lack. Why? It is mainly because they have not come to know the God of Abundance in a personal way. Many believe God wants them to live in poverty and suffer with never having enough. Others think they will be delivered from the love of money by not having any. This is not true. Most individuals who do not have money or belongings think about them all day long. They worry and fret over them and are actually more consumed in their thoughts regarding money and material things than those who live in abundance.
When you know the God of Abundance in a personal and intimate way, everything changes. Your God does not withhold; He is a God who is generous and gives to those who draw close to Him. Psalm 34:10 states, “They who seek the Lord shall not be in want of any good thing.” Psalm 84:11 further confirms, “The Lord gives grace and glory; No good thing does He withhold from those who walk uprightly.”
You must never worship things, but you are to fully enjoy everything the hand of the Lord provides. When you meditate on the God of Abundance and worship Him in His glory, then your eyes will be open to see Him and the reality of His abundance.
He is truly the God of Plenty. He is indeed the God of More Than Enough. Spend time in His presence and sincerely invite Him to reveal Himself to you in this dimension. Know Him!
Your life of abundance in The Zone does not flow primarily out 127
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of what you know. It is imparted by Who you know. Draw close to the God of Abundance and His fullness will definitely fill you to overflowing.
Develop Soul Prosperity
Third John 1:2 says, “Beloved, I pray that in all respects you may prosper and be in good health, just as your soul prospers.”
John is teaching the right priority here. He is saying that in order to prosper in outward things, the inward state of the heart first needs to prosper.
In the Kingdom of God, things often seem to be upside down.
For example, the greatest in the Kingdom is the servant of all; the highest position is the lowest; in order to live, you die. Understanding these Kingdom dynamics is part of your soul prospering.
A prospering soul is a secure soul, free from fear and anxiety. A prospering soul is at rest. A prospering soul is content.
I have learned that my soul gets fat and flourishes when I humble myself under the mighty hand of God. When I acknowledge the greatness of God and my complete dependency upon Him, I find richness and abundance within. That is when I realize that He is all I need. He is more than enough. I often meditate on that.
If every material thing in this life were to disappear – my finances, home, furniture, vehicles, wardrobe, and personal belongings – would I be content with only my relationship with God to sustain me? I have been tested on this and, although in the natural the process and journey was uncomfortable, I now know that I know that I know that Jesus is more than enough for me. This is when you realize your soul is fat. All your desires and 128
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longings are satisfied in Him. When your soul is fat, with every nook and cranny filled with love for God, then prosperity and health fill other areas of your life. Godliness with contentment is great gain (1 Timothy 6:6). Your contentment is found in knowing He is more than enough. This produces great gain!
Abide in the Vine
Jesus taught that when you abide in the vine you bear much fruit (study John 15:1-8). While meditating on this passage a number of years ago, I imagined a tree with branches. I realized that the branch doesn’t grunt and groan in order to produce fruit.
It simply abides. It just hangs there attached to the tree. Every Christian is called to bear much fruit. It is what we were made for.
God made it so easy for us. All we have to do is hang out in Jesus.
Jesus is your life. He is in you and you are in Him. Acknowledge every day His place in your life and yours in His. You are one with Him. As you remain connected through your faith and intimacy, you WILL bear abundance of fruit in your life.
Expect Abundance
Your expectation for abundance is clearly a landing strip for God. You will receive what you expect when your expectations are in line with God’s purposes.
I was praying with a woman one day who had amazing dreams and desires for freedom and abundance. Her desires were in line with God’s Word. There was a problem, though – she had roots of unbelief in her life. She so desired the blessing of God, but she kept repeating over and over again through the course of our conversation, “But I am afraid I will be disappointed. What 129

Faith
I have shared a great deal on faith already but am purposely being redundant. Often you need to hear the Word over and over again until the light finally turns on. In order to receive abundance you must believe, not just with head knowledge but also with the heart. “With the heart a person believes, resulting in righteousness, and with the mouth he confesses, resulting in salvation” (Romans 10:10).
To live in The Zone of abundance, you must believe the Word of God concerning abundance. If you do not believe, then study the Word over and over again until it comes alive. It is vital. When you are in faith, you “have it.” What you believe has become an internal reality. As soon as it is anchored within your heart, you will see the outer manifestations. Abundance will then become a sustained blessing in your life. Believe!
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Sowing
If you want abundance, then Kingdom economy requires that you sow what you desire to reap. It is a very easy principle and the Bible is full of confirmation. I have seen it work for many years in every area of my life. God made a perpetual promise in Genesis 8:22, “While the earth remains, seedtime and harvest… shall not cease.” The earth still remains, so the promise is still good. If you sow a seed, there will be a corresponding harvest. A harvest never follows a need; it follows a seed.
The principle of sowing and reaping is very easy to grasp. If I plant bean seeds in a natural garden, I will grow beans, not corn.
If I plant many bean seeds, I will reap more beans than if I just planted a few. If I sow my seeds into good, rich soil, I will reap bountifully. When I plant a seed and it grows to a full plant, it has more seed inside of the fruit. That seed, when planted, produces another harvest. Increase is inevitable with each harvest because the seed is multiplied.
We can apply this illustration to the abundant life we are called to in the Kingdom. For example, if I want abundant friends in my life, I must sow friendship abundantly. If I sow abundant prayers into receiving the revelation of God, I will receive an abundant harvest of revelation, not a harvest of friends. If I sow abundant finances into good soil, I will receive an abundant harvest of finances, not a harvest of revelation.
The soil that you sow into is also important. I always look for soil that will be conducive to Kingdom advancement. For example, in the area of finance, I look for ministries to sow into that are rich in faith, love, and character. When I sow into anointed ministries, I am assured that the seed will be used for Kingdom 131
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advancement. I always increase in finance as a result of sowing financial seed, but I also increase in the anointing of the ministry that I sow into. I love Kingdom!
“Now this I say, he who sows sparingly will also reap sparingly, and he who sows bountifully will also reap bountifully. Each one must do just as he has purposed in his heart, not grudgingly or under compulsion, for God loves a cheerful giver. And God is able to make all grace abound to you, so that always having all sufficiency in everything, you may have an abundance for every good deed; as it is written, ‘HE SCATTERED ABROAD, HE
GAVE TO THE POOR, HIS RIGHTEOUSNESS ENDURES
FOREVER.’ Now He who supplies seed to the sower and bread for food will supply and multiply your seed for sowing and increase the harvest of your righteousness; you will be enriched in everything for all liberality, which through us is producing thanksgiving to God” (2 Corinthians 9:6-11).
Reaping
Many have grasped the whole idea of sowing, and they are faithful sowers. Intentional reaping, however, is also extremely vital in order to be blessed with abundance. What would you think of a farmer who loved to sow but was shy about reaping, or perhaps even resistant to it? He joyfully and abundantly throws his seed out into a field. He says, “Yippee, I love sowing!!! I don’t care about the reaping. I just love to sow, Yippee!” If you were an onlooker, you would think he was an absolute lunatic.
Here is another scenario: A farmer faithfully sows seed into his field. It is good ground and the seed grows into an abundant harvest. Harvest time comes and goes. You drive by weekly and watch the neglected harvest rot and die. One day you meet the 132
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farmer while shopping in town and ask him why he didn’t reap the field. “Oh,” he says, “If God wants me to have a harvest, He will give me one. I am just going to be a faithful sower.”
What? That makes no sense. God did give him the harvest.
It was right in front of his eyes every day, but he failed to put the sickle to the ground and reap.
In a spiritual sense, it is the same thing. You sow by faith and you must also intentionally reap by faith. Many Christians are faithful in sowing but are not aware of reaping. Some are actually resistant. I have heard a few make comments like the farmers in the stories above. They will say things like, “If God wants me to have a return on my sowing, He will give it.” Or, “I love sowing and sacrificing, but I don’t care if I get any return.” These responses make no sense whatsoever and are definitely not going to bring forth the fruit of abundance. A farmer sows with the intention to reap, and so should you. When you sow faithfully into good ground, a harvest awaits you. Believe for it. Reap in the time of harvest!
Tithing

Look at the blessings that are promised you as a result of tithing: “Bring the whole tithe into the storehouse, so that there may be food in My house, and test Me now in this,” says the Lord of hosts, “if I will not open for you the windows of heaven and pour out for you a blessing until it overflows.
Then I will rebuke the devourer for you, so that it will not destroy the fruits of the ground; nor will your vine in the field cast its grapes,” says the Lord of hosts. All the nations will call you blessed, for you shall be a delightful land,”
says the Lord of hosts (Malachi 3:10-12).
Weed Your Garden
Don’t let weeds choke out the abundance of God in your life.
Things like worry, fear, care, anxiety, and other sins are like weeds in your garden of abundance. Leave no place for the devil. Keep your garden clean so that only the good seed grows. The way you weed the garden of your life is through repentance. When the Holy Spirit convicts, you are to repent and invite the Lord to forgive. “If we confess our sins, He is faithful and righteous to forgive us our sins and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness” (1
John 1:9). If you want an abundant life, live clean!

Heaven is a sickness-free zone! There are no accidents or mishaps there. Everyone is healthy, strong, and vibrant. As we have already studied, Jesus desires us to live on earth as it is in heaven. If there is no sickness in heaven, then let’s contend to live in The Zone of vibrant health and strength here on the earth. The Israelites were promised strength and vitality each and every day they lived on earth.
This is your promise, too. Deuteronomy 33:25 declares, “As thy days, so shall thy strength be” (KJV). It is our portion as Zoners!
Before sin came into the world, there was no sickness, disease, or weakness. Adam and Eve lived in the fullness of the glory as they enjoyed unbroken fellowship with God. It was through man’s sin that the door was opened to disease, decay, and corruption. Today we have viruses, bacteria, and all manner of sickness 145
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and disease because of man’s sin. It opened the door for terrible attacks to assault good people.
In Exodus 15:26, God addressed the subject of healing with Israel and gave us the keys for divine health: And He said, “If you will give earnest heed to the voice of the Lord your God, and do what is right in His sight, and give ear to His commandments, and keep all His statutes, I will put none of the diseases on you which I have put on the Egyptians; for I, the Lord, am your healer.”
God set conditions for health. Israel was instructed to give heed to the voice of the Lord, do what was right, and keep His commandments. He said that He I do not believe
would not “put” any of the diseases that God “puts” upon them that He had “put” on the Egyptians if they gave heed to His disease on us in the word and commandments. I do not sense of making us believe that God “puts” disease on us sick with an evil in the sense of making us sick with an evil disease, for He is holy. I believe He disease, for He
was speaking of the consequences that is holy.
come as a result of disobedience.
The Scripture says that God hardened Pharaoh’s heart. I used to really wonder why God did that. I asked, “Lord, why did You harden his heart? If You hardened it, he didn’t even have a chance to obey You.” It was confusing to me until the Lord revealed something important about this. He showed me two substances: a wax candle and a lump of clay. If you allow the sunshine to beam down upon both of them, the sun will have different effects on each. The candle melts and the clay hardens.
The sun softens the wax, but the sun also hardens the clay. The 146
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same sun does both. It is the substance of the wax and the clay that are different. Pharaoh’s heart was resistant to the Word and presence of God. The substance of his heart was rebellious and disobedient. The presence of God had a different effect on Aaron and Moses. Their hearts were softened. It was the same God, the same miracles, the same Presence – but different effects. Yes, God hardened Pharaoh’s heart, but not purposely.
It is the same with “putting” diseases on people. God has kingdom laws – spiritual laws that work for all the people all the time. Let’s look at an example of the natural law of gravity.
God created this law. If someone walked off the edge of a cliff, you could actually say, “Gravity killed the person.” God made natural, spiritual, and moral laws to be followed, and He created the consequences. You could go even further with the gravity situation and say, “God killed the person,” because He was the Creator of the law that worked against the one who walked off the cliff. We know that God doesn’t push people off cliffs and kill them. He created the law of gravity and a violation of that law has consequences.
Another example is when we hear it said that God sent someone to hell. God created hell for the devil and his followers, but God provided a way for us to have unbroken, eternal, fellowship with Him. Romans 1:20 says God reveals the truth to everyone, and therefore we are without excuse. So, does God actually send people to hell or do they choose it? He created hell and the law that determines entrance, but we choose if we go or not.
God taught Israel how to stay clear of sickness and disease.
Broken laws and principles bring on consequences. God created those consequences. He in fact was saying, “OBEY so that you 147
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will not be submitted to the consequences I have created.” God’s people were to be separated unto Him, and in that place of close fellowship with Him there would be no sickness or disease.
Today, we see much sickness in the earth. This is because there is more sin. Why do good people get attacked? Because sin is in the air! We must learn to live in The Zone of health and strength, for it is our portion; but we must also contend for it through faith and persistence. We must establish a “no-sickness parameter” around our lives and not compromise our faith. God wants us healthy and strong!
Whenever I resist sickness the moment it attacks me, I usually subdue it; but if I ponder it for a while and say things like, “Oh no, I have a headache. I feel sick,” then I’ve just signed for the package and sickness grips me. The longer I let it in, the harder it is to drive it out. I must believe the Word more than symptoms. I must stand on the truth rather than the facts. And I must send those nasty packages back to the devil and not sign for them. The more I practice this tenacious stand of a “no-sickness zone” for my life, the more victory I have.
As a born-again believer, you not only have the blessing of living in health and strength all your days, you also have the power to help others do the same. Christ’s healing power is in you. Jesus said, “Truly, truly, I say to you, he who believes in Me, the works that I do, he will do also; and greater works than these he will do; because I go to the Father” (John 14:12). He also said that you could lay hands on the sick and they would recover (Mark 16:18). In Matthew 10:1, Jesus sent His disciples to heal the sick. He continues to send His people today.
Christ’s healing power and presence is in you. Impart His healing to others. Allow your faith to grow and don’t give up 148
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if you pray for a few people and don’t see results. Keep praying.
Keep focusing on the promises and break through into The Zone of His power and presence.
He has given you everything you need. He is your health and your strength. If you feel weak throughout your day, receive His strength by faith. Take a few moments to wait upon the Lord and allow His strength to renew you, and then move forward in confidence and renewed vitality. Strength, health, and healing are all yours in Christ. Chapter 9
The Cross of Jesus Christ is clearly now the central and core message of my life, but for years I never really understood the significance of it. I knew that Christ died on the Cross for my sins, but I did not have a true understanding of the covenant that was cut on that tree 2,000
years ago.
I received a revelation of the finished work of the cross after going through a few years of grueling defeat in attempting to accomplish my own righteousness.
My salvation experience was a dramatic one indeed. I was deeply bound by the consequences of sin and was literally ready to be committed to a mental institution. I was emotionally dis-turbed, addicted, confused, clothed in shame, and completely 157
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guilt ridden. God in His rich mercy revealed Himself to me through an Anglican pastor, Reverend Ron Hunt, and his prayer group in Mission, British Columbia, Canada. I will never forget that evening! I had heard the testimonies of a number of Anglicans who had personally met Jesus. What I loved the most was that each of them shared how Jesus washed away their sins and gave them a new life. They were filled with so much love – so much grace.
I literally felt Jesus
After the meeting, I went home,
enter my heart and fell on my knees in my living room, and nervously asked Jesus to come remove my sin.
into my life. I was afraid that maybe His presence felt like my heart was too evil for Him to liquid love entering desire me. My sins seemed to be so much worse than those who openly me. Jesus was not
shared at the prayer meeting.

crossed a line that disqualified me from receiving forgiveness of sins and this new life I heard about? I timidly prayed, “Jesus, I probably am not saying this right, but I would sure like You to come into my heart and forgive my sins like You did for the people at the prayer meeting.”
Jesus did not hesitate. I literally felt Him enter my heart and remove my sin. All the tangible weight of my guilt and shame were gone in a moment of time. His presence felt like liquid love entering me. Jesus was not ashamed to call me His own.
I was now born again! I knew it! The entire night I wept with deep gratitude and joy. It was hard to believe that I was perfectly loved, accepted, and forgiven even though I had been so messed 158
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up. I had not done anything to deserve this. It was His gift of life and love to me. It was free. He paid the debt I could not pay. I immediately loved Him in return – how could I not? My life was truly changed. A miracle had taken place!
Following that experience, I sought the Lord with all my heart.
Every moment was absorbed in thinking about Him and reading my Bible. I loved being in His presence and seeking Him through His Word. I served Him with all my heart – not because I had to, but because love compelled me. I repented from everything He convicted me of – not because I was striving within myself to perfect my faith, but because love filled me. I found myself hating what He hated and loving what He loved. I was saved!
This work of grace continued in my life, and every day I rejoiced in the goodness of the Lord. God was indeed at work within me, both to will and to do for His good pleasure (Philippians 2:13). I lived in Christ’s deep peace and rest…UNTIL…I went to the mission field a few years later.
Unconditional lovE vs. “thE lEttEr that Kills”
As a young believer I knew only the grace and unconditional love of God. I had no idea that there was a legalistic demon that lurked in churches, ministries, and mission fields, attempting to destroy the well-being and faith of God’s dear children. The leaders that had mentored me up to that moment were examples of love and grace, so I did not have a clue about religious spirits that tempted you to achieve your right standing with God through your own vain efforts. It was on the mission field, where I went to serve the Lord in the advancement of His love kingdom, that I was introduced to these demons who pressure you to live by “the letter that kills” (2 Corinthians 3:6).
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The leaders in the ministry we served were fantastic people.
They were full of zeal, passion, and commitment to God, and they labored beyond the call of duty. To this day, I love and honor them. I am impressed with their commitment and love for the Lord. However, they were bound by legalism and a theo-logical belief that in addition to faith in Christ’s power to save you, there was a responsibility to “fix” your own life to make it pleasing to God. On a regular basis, in official “accountability meetings,” they would point out areas of my life that were upset-ting the Lord and provoking Him to anger. I was undone at the thought of hurting Him. To this day I cannot remember what the issues were – they were that insignificant; but at the time they seemed to threaten my eternal well-being.
My husband and I had sacrificed greatly to serve on the mission field. We had hardly any financial support from others but had raised money ourselves by working and saving before leaving for the field. On the mission field, we often served for over 14
hours per day; we only had one and a half days off in five months.
We were focused and completely committed to God. This assignment didn’t provide us with any salary or personal “perks.” Yet, we were constantly reminded of how we were disappointing God.
We were taught to gird up and work on the things that needed to be “fixed.” Not understanding the workings of the demon of self-effort and legalism, we fully engaged in the self-fix-up assignment.
I failed terribly. I was devastated at the thought of disappointing and provoking to anger the God I loved so deeply. I wanted to please Him with all my heart, yet I was failing in my attempts to clean myself up enough to give Him pleasure. Before I knew it, I was completely bound by religious oppression. I no longer felt the presence of God. I no longer felt His love and favor. I only 160
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wanted to please Him – but everything I attempted fell short. I felt condemned, guilt-ridden, and shame-filled. I was in a worse state than I had been before I was born again! Self-righteousness and unrighteousness are equally evil.
We returned from the mission field beaten up. Our leaders at home took one look at us and realized what had happened. That is when we received our education on law vs. grace. Our mentors taught us how religious spirits worked. It was great to understand the truth in our minds, but it had not yet hit my heart. I daily struggled with self-condemnation, as I did not fully grasp the finished work of Christ.
It was a few years later that I experienced a “God-encounter”
that introduced me to the power of the Cross. It is hard to explain, but in this amazing encounter I was shown by God the power of the finished work of the Cross. The beloved Cross was the place where my God’s love was tested. Jesus came to earth and suffered so much at the hands of sinful man. He faced everything that violated love – rejection, abandonment, betrayal, denial, slander, beatings, persecution, false accusations, theft, and hatred.
He passed every love test and it all culminated at the cross where He poured love out upon all mankind and decreed our remission of sins: “Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do”
(Luke 23:34 KJV). We were forgiven before we ever repented.
After He forgave us, He gave up His spirit and became our sin.
In exchange, He filled us with His righteousness. He paid the full price for our sin so that we would experience the perfect, unconditional love of God for all eternity.
When I finally received the revelation – not just in my mind, but also in my heart, I wept for days. I still weep when I am reminded not only of the price of His love for us, but also the eternal impact – what a gift!

Prophet Bob Jones died and was taken to heaven before being raised from the dead. When he stood before the Lord, he was asked one question, “Did you learn to love?” He had not, and the Lord sent him back.
I believe that the measure of our maturity in Christ is based on our love walk – not how much we know, how well we can prophesy, sing, or pray, but how well we love. If we have not love, it profits nothing (1 Corinthians 13). Heaven’s atmosphere is love. I want to live in it and create an environment of love everywhere I go. To live in The Zone is to live in love. Let’s do it!
