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To my children,
you are world-changers for Christ.
You inspire me to be more like Jesus.
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Say What!?
As a parent, it is our greatest responsibility and privilege to pray for and speak life over our children. It is amazing to think that we can boldly approach the throne of grace and present our requests to God. (Hebrews 4:16) I have found that perhaps the most powerful way to pray is to pray God's Word. God has promised us that His Word will not return void, it is powerful and right. (Isaiah 55:11, Hebrews 4:12, Psalm 33:4) You can't go wrong when praying God's Word. We are also told that God has placed the power of life and death in the tongue. (Proverbs 18:21) And what is in our hearts will flow out of our mouths. (Matthew 12:34) What is in our hearts is what we truly believe. It is so important that we hide God's Word in our hearts, so that our mouths line up with His Word, bringing forth life, not death. God has given us the power to create life or death with what we say. So, let me ask you, what are you saying about your children? About who they are and who they will be? What do you say about their safety, their relationship with God and their character?
It is our natural tendency to repeat what we see happening. For instance, if your child struggles in school and gets poor grades, you may find yourself saying things like, 'they’re never going to get into college' or 'they’ll be lucky to graduate high school'. This is speaking death over your child's future. The bible tells us to call forth those things that are not as though they are (Romans 4:17), in other words, when you see death (what is) you speak life (what currently isn't). You make a declaration like it already is, notice it doesn't say, call forth those things that are not as though they will be someday, but rather, as though they ARE. This is a bold declaration made by a heart full of faith.
Having a heart full of faith is important. You can say the words in this book, ultimately, the words of the bible, until you're blue in the face, but if you don't believe God's word and that God is faithful to perform His word, then it will do you no good. Without faith, it is impossible to please God. (Hebrews 11:6) Without faith, they are just empty words. You see, the words you speak don't have some magical power; the power is in what, or more accurately, whom you believe.
The very first action you take in becoming a follower of Christ is that you believe in your heart that Jesus is the Son of God; it is after you believe that you say it with your mouth. It is not the words that save you; it is the belief in your heart, your faith in Jesus. So the process of creating things with our words begins in our heart. The source of power to the tongue is the belief or faith in your heart. What do you believe?
So, how do you change your beliefs? How do you go from speaking death, to speaking life?
Practice.
The first thing is to get into God's Word. By simply reading God's Word, your faith will increase. God will bring revelation to you as you read His Word. As you pray (talk to God) He will speak to your heart, again, increasing your faith and one by one eradicate the wrong thinking you have believed for so long.
As we speak out and declare God's word over our children, it creates life, it increases our faith and it pleases God. That's a pretty awesome trifecta!
You may be thinking, OK, that sounds great, but where do I start? I'm glad you asked.
That is exactly why I have compiled and personalized these scriptures, so that you too, can be praying powerful prayers and declaring life giving truth straight from God's Word for your children. I am sure that as you begin to boldly make these declarations they will be hidden in your heart and become a part of who you are as a parent, that they will start to flow naturally out of your heart and mouth.
This is not some rote exercise to simply be recited, but rather a tool to teach you how to naturally pray and declare God's Word. I've met so many who say they don't know how to pray. It is my hope that this book will help you, and that the conversations with God about your children will be frequent and productive. There are thousands of verses in the bible that you can personalize once you know how, what is here in this book is just a sampling. I hope you will dig into God's Word and take what you've learned from the examples here and begin to pray and speak in a whole new way.
Please, be led by the Holy Spirit when reading these declarations. God may direct you to go deeper as you make a certain declaration. You may find that you make the same declaration multiple times a day for months, while others you may declare only once a year. God knows everything, He knows exactly what your children need and God will direct you as you pray and declare, so open your heart to listen to Him. And when it doesn't seem like the declarations are “working”, do not be deterred! The enemy knows how powerful your words of faith are, how powerful God's word is, he does NOT want you saying these things, don't give up!
To go back to the example of the poor grades, if after you've been making these declarations, your child brings home a bad report card, don't allow yourself to fall into old patterns, don't say, 'oh, see, this whole declaring thing doesn't work, they’re still failing'. No! Instead, kick your faith into gear and praise God, thank Him that He is working in your child and for your child. Say something like, 'God, I thank you that You are working in my child's life, that while it may not look good at the moment, I know that Your Word does not return void, I thank you that my child is more than a conqueror through Christ Jesus and they can do all things through You.' You start talking like that all the time and you'll really mess with the enemy!
One last note, it is very important that you don't just add these declarations to your speech. God's Word should REPLACE those negative, non-life giving statements you've been making. If you simply add God's Word, but still keep saying the negative, you are not going to make any progress. Make a conscious effort to cease from speaking anything but life. Sure, we all say things that are contrary to the Word of God, the point is to be growing, moving forward and speaking more of the Word every day. Eventually when something negative and contrary to God's Word is spoken, it will feel so foreign to you; you will immediately recognize it and turn your words around. James 3:10-11 tells us, 'Out of the same mouth proceed blessing and cursing. My brethren, these things ought not to be so. Does a spring send forth fresh water and bitter from the same opening?' May your mouth, your spring of living water, bring forth blessing!
Safety
Every parent is concerned over the safety of their children. If we could, we would always be right there with our children, protecting them from all harm, but we cannot. Praise God, He can! And He is always with our children. These scriptures will not only speak life and safety over your children, but they will bring peace and comfort to your heart. Knowing that the God of the universe, who created our children, is watching over them sets our hearts at rest. While we cannot protect our children from every little thing in this world that would cause them harm, we can declare safety and life over them and allow God to perform His Word.

If we look at the world today, it could be safe to say that there is a lot to be afraid of, but praise God, we don't have to be afraid! Our God is greater than this world! (1 John 4:4) Our God is victorious over the enemy of our souls and we are partakers of this victory! (Colossians 2:15) We are more than conquerors through Christ Jesus! (Romans 8:37) As you boldly declare these scriptures, let faith arise!

What a great privilege as parents, to get to be the one to introduce our children to Jesus. I pray that you and your children know Jesus personally as Lord and Savior. I pray that one day we will meet in heaven and rejoice together at God's faithfulness through His Word.

Final Note

2) Do you believe that Jesus died on the cross for the payment of your sins and that God raised Him from the dead?

“God, I am a sinner in need of a Savior. I know there is nothing I can do to earn salvation, but Jesus paid the price for my sins by willingly going to the cross. I believe He was crucified, buried and rose again and He is now in heaven until the day He returns. Today, I ask for forgiveness of my sins and I receive Jesus' payment for my sins. I declare today that Jesus is the Lord of my life, He is my Savior. I am now a child of God. Thank you for the blood of Jesus that was shed for me and washes me clean. Thank you for saving me.”
That's it friend! You are a child of God! All of heaven is rejoicing at your decision to make Jesus Lord. I want to encourage you to continue to pray to God, read His Word and trust Him. This relationship is not only the most important one in your life, but it is also the most fulfilling, the most rewarding and the most beautiful. Be blessed and I will see you in heaven!
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
