In this book almost three
hundred new definitions have been added and key words included, making it
easier for the reader to relate to. I pray that the Lord will use this book as
a powerful instrument of revelation and understanding in your hands. This book
is therefore released as a missionary of Christ, to assist you to gain an
understanding of the mysteries and secrets of the Lord.


It is important to know how to use this dictionary with wisdom and
understanding. It is unwise to act presumptuously and not in full submission to
Holy Spirit. I therefore caution that you not to use the Hearing God:- Dream
Dictionary as the final solution to the interpretation of your dreams and
visions. It is more important to enter into an intimate relationship with the
Lord, as He will guide you by His Holy Spirit to the answers you desire. I am
often asked why God uses symbols and allegories in dreams and visions and why
not simple and clear directives. The answer is simple! He unveils the deepest
mysteries and secrets to those that love Him and seek to come close to Him. His
beloved, with whom He shares the mysteries and revelations.


Dreams and visions are messages from the Lord that can be revealed
by the Holy Spirit. The answers to your questions are found in the Word of God
[the Bible]. In this dictionary you will only find a
few of the possible interpretations of your dreams and visions. The secret of the Lord is with those who fear Him, and He will
show them His covenant (Ps 25:14). Search the Scriptures for your answers
and ask for wisdom and discernment from the Lord through the Holy Spirit. Ask
for the quiet assurance and peace that comes with the knowledge that you have
grasped the message that God is giving you through dreams, visions and the
prophetic.


When, however, the Spirit comes, who reveals
the truth about God, He will lead you into all the truth. He will not speak on
his own authority, but He will speak of what He hears and will tell you of
things to come. He will give me glory, because He will take what I say and tell
it to you.

It
must therefore be understood that the answer lies in a spiritual relationship
with God and not in the literal interpretation of the symbols in the dream.
This is very important to note. The enemy will attempt to lie and steal and
mislead you and cause you to misinterpret the visions and dreams that you
receive from the Lord. So we are even more confident of the
message proclaimed by the prophets. You will do well to pay attention to it,
because it is like a lamp shining in a dark place until the Day dawns and the light
of the morning star shines in your hearts. Above all else, however, remember
that none of us can explain by ourselves a prophecy in the Scriptures. For no
prophetic message ever came just from the human will, but people were under the
control of the Holy Spirit as they spoke the message that came from God
(2 Pet 1:19-21). GNB


It will be preferable for you to attend the Hearing
God:- Understanding Your Dreams and Visions training seminar that will
give you a much clearer view of how to understand and interpret your own dreams
and visions. It will empower you and help you to understand that God is
interested in having an intimate relationship with you and that He is talking
to you every day.


This dictionary will merely give you guidance on the meaning of
some of the elements and symbols of your dreams and visions. The answer lies in
submission to the Lord through the Holy Spirit. It is in living with Christ
every moment of every day and abiding in His fullness with an expectation to be
led and guided by His Holy Spirit all the time.


I would like to suggest the following steps in order to have a
fuller understanding of what the Lord is revealing to you:


Step 1:- Keep a Journal. It is important
that you keep detailed records of all your dreams. It is important to write
down the key symbols, numbers, colours and directions in your dream and vision
as it will provide you with the clues to help you to interpret the dream. You
can use any type of journaling method, but I would recommend using the Hearing God: Dream Journal. It is structured in a way which
will help you to keep record, interpret the symbols and record your
understanding of the message the Lord is giving.


Step 2:- Interpret the symbols. Now you
can consult the Hearing God:- Dream Dictionary and
write down your understanding of what the symbols may mean. It is important to
note that your culture may differ from mine and therefore your understanding of
the symbols may be different to what the Lord has revealed to me as reflected
in this book. Again, this book is merely a guide and I urge you to be led by
the Holy Spirit and not by human understanding.


Step 3:- Write down the Scripture references:-
I used the Modern (New) King James Version of the Bible as a reference and
would recommend that you do the same. Other translations may give a slightly
different angle and therefore may not coincide with what the Lord revealed to
me. Sometimes the Scripture reference does not seem to fit the definition of
the symbol. You may then want to consult the Bible Dictionaries and
Commentaries on e-Sword where I sourced much of my understanding of the
Biblical references. It is important to write down the Scripture itself. I find
that forces me to take note of each Word in the Scripture and helps me to come
to grips with the interpretation more clearly.


Step 4:- Note the Colours: - Colours play
an important role in the interpretation of the dream. For example: -A horse may mean power and authority while a red horse could be a warning of powerful strife and conflict
coming against you. A white horse may show that you
will have victory in spiritual warfare. Record the meaning of the different
colours that were revealed to you as that will give you further clues as to the
interpretation.


Step 5: Note the Directions: The direction
that you or the symbols in the dream move in, as well as the location of the
symbols in your field of vision, are important clues as to the time or period
that the Lord is referring to in the dream. It is not always easy to know
whether the picture [vision] or dream that the Lord
shows is applicable to the past, present or future. If you trust the Lord for
an answer on an important decision, it is important to note whether the symbol
is on your left- or right-hand side:


• Left hand side:- If something is shown
on the left hand side it is normally a message from the Lord to tell you to do
it [“whatever the Lord is showing you”] now [in the present].


• Right hand side:- If it is shown on the
right hand side, it is normally a caution that you have to wait a bit before
you act or take a decision as you have to wait for the timing of the Lord.


This is based on the principle that revelation from the spiritual
is normally reflected by showing a symbol on the right-hand side and that which
is from the natural [physical] on the left-hand
side. A smbol on the right-hand has thus been released in the spiritual but not
established in the natural [left-hand] thus
cautioning you to wait before making a decision.


Step 6:- Reflect and Pray. We are often
in a hurry to come to a conclusion as to what the Lord is saying to us in a
dream or vision. You will have to be patient and submit the dream and its
interpretation back to the Lord through prayer. Ask the Lord to cut off soul
power, the influence of logic, own needs and agendas, and allow Him to flood
your mind with His Presence and guidance. Then you can ask the Holy Spirit to
provide you with wisdom and understanding and wait quietly on His revelations.


Step 7:- Write down the interpretation [revelation]. Only now should you write down your understanding of the
revelation that the Lord gives you. It is important to write it down as it may
not mean anything to you at the time it is given. God may give you the first
word, sentence, or paragraph about something which will be revealed to you over
a period of time. By going back and re-reading the revelations, the picture may
just “click” and you will understand what He is saying. It is also helpful to
go back and record what the outcome is as it will help you to better interpret
dreams and visions in the future.


I also wrote a book “Hearing God through Dreams
and Visions”1 which is a step by step guide on how to walk in an
intimate relationship with God and to have a clearer understanding of what your
dreams and visions may actually mean. There are also a few other books that I
would recommend [see the Sources – reference guide- in the
back of this book for more details].


However, I insist that the answer lies in the Word of God and a
relationship with Him through His Holy Spirit. This is the way the Biblical
prophets received their revelations and any other tool [such
as this book] can merely act as a guide to help you to have a more
informed understanding.


It is my prayer that you will allow the Almighty Lord and our
Saviour into your heart and that by using this book you may receive the
revelations you are yearning for. May the abundant blessing of the Lord be with
you.

A


ABCESS


A curse:- This is a
caution of disobedience in a person’s life which opens a door for the presence
of a curse to attach itself onto the person (Deut 28:27).


Idolatry:- It can also
point to the consequences of idolatry in a person’s life (Lev 26:30).


ACCIDENT


Confrontation:- This is
a warning of impending conflict and confrontation, or a mistake, sin or poor
judgment which will cause harm [or cause disruption]
to your life, business or ministry (Acts 8:30, Act 1:18, Act 19:27).


Witness to a failure:-
If you are not involved in a wreck or you are driving past a wrecked car, be on
the lookout for clues, as you may be a witness of such a failure or you may be
in a position to warn someone of an impending failure that will affect his
life!


Impending failure:-This
is a warning that your business or ministry can fail or be closed down suddenly
and unexpectedly (Prov 16:18).


Danger:- It can also be
a warning that your life is in danger and that you have to submit to God in
prayer and pleading.


ACTOR


Misrepresentation:- This
can be a warning that you will face a situation that is misleading or that the
person you are engaging with, is not honest with you [misrepresentation]
(Ps 35:20, Jer 15:18).


Hiding true personality:-
It can also point to a person that is not true to himself or representing
someone or something that he is not. A person hiding his true character or
personality (Joh 5:31, Joh 8:13).


ACADEMY


Training in the gifts of the Spirit:-
This points to training in the gifts of the Spirit. You are mentored and
discipled by various people that give inputs into your life. It can also be a
calling to study the Word of God in order to obtain a deeper understanding of
His power and grace (Job 33:16, Prov 4:2).


Preparation:- God has
called you to prepare for the purpose of your calling [it
can be for your business, ministry, marriage or career. Take note of the other
symbols in the dream to understand the context of the symbols in the dream]
(Nah 2:3, Eph 6:15).


Church:- An academy can
refer to a church where you obtain knowledge and teaching (Acts 19:9).


ACID


Offended:- Can point to
a person who is highly offended (Gen 20:9).


Hurt:- Someone who feels
disadvantaged, frustrated and hurt even to the point of open hatred towards
others (Prov 26:24-26, Mat 5:43, Mat 5:44).








- Acid in eyes


Spiritual blindness:- It
is a caution that the enemy is trying to prevent you from seeing revelations
from God [causing spiritual blindness] (Is 30:10,
Mic 2:6, Mic 2:11, Mic 3:5).


ACQUAINTANCE


Guidance:- When you
dream of an acquaintance it is important to you take note of what the person
does, or says, in the dream as this will provide you with clues on how to
interpret it.


Trustworthy:- It represents
someone you trust and whose advice and guidance you hold in high regard.


Jesus:- An acquaintance
can be Jesus, the Holy Spirit, or an angel, who is giving you guidance, comfort
or direction [about an issue that you are struggling with]
(Prov 27:9, Luk 11:5, Prov 18:24).


- Past acquaintance


Sound advice:- The Lord
is reminding you of sound advice, or a teaching, you have received some time
ago and which is relevant at present.


Idea:- Look carefully at
the surroundings of the acquaintance, or what he says, for clues as to what the
symbol can mean (Is 41:8, Prov 27:17).


ADDER


Deceptive leader:- It
can be a warning against a deceptive spiritual leader that is promoting false
and worldly teachings that will cause people to stumble (Gen 49:17).


ADULTERY


Idolatry:- In a
spiritual sense it can show that you are unfaithful to God and that you are
worshipping other Gods [idolatry] (Is 65:11, Jer
7:18, Jer 19:13).


Sin:- It shows sin in
your life or the life of the person in your dream or vision (Prov 6:32, Jer
3:8).


Pornography:- Can point
to involvement in pornography (Eph 4:17-19, 1 Pet 4:3).


Literally:- Can also be
interpreted literally (Jer 3:2). [you must be very careful
when interpreting this! Do not to jump to conclusions! Submit it to the Lord in
prayer before sharing it].


ADVOCATE [lawyer]


Your defender:- It is a
promise from the Lord that He will send someone to defend and argue on your
behalf, or will enable you to defend yourself [through
guidance by the Holy Spirit]. It can be a friend, mentor, financier or
advisor (1 Joh 2:1).


Jesus:- It can represent
Jesus Himself [representing your advocate before the
judgment throne of God] (1 John 2:1, Zech 12:1, Is 38:6). The Lord may
be indicating that you should not despair. He is interceding on your behalf
before the Father. Have faith, for He is with you.


AEROPLANE


[see Airplane, aircraft]


AIR
BALLOON


Spirit led:- The balloon
is filled and flowing in the wind [symbolizing the Holy
Spirit] meaning that you are being led by the flow of the Holy Spirit in
your career, business or ministry (Zech 4:6).


Un-submissive:- If you
see the air-balloon but are not in it, it can point to a call to submit to the
Spirit [get into the balloon] and not to be led by
your own direction, pre-set ideas and strategies (Luk 4:1).


Own will:- If you are
controlling the direction of the balloon it shows that you are attempting to
control the work of the Holy Spirit by trying to do things in human wisdom,
understanding and intellect (1 Sam 14:19).


AIRCONDITIONER


Warmth of God:-
Can refer to the grace and warmth of God or to satisfy your desire for oneness
with God. Brings peace and inner quiet. It can also point to a person that
enjoys the healing presence of God (Job 37:17).


Comforter:- Soft and
quiet presence of the Holy Spirit as the Comforter (Joh 14:16).


Transformation:- Bringer
of God’s blessings. Transformation, bringing comfort [brings
blessings] (1 King 18:44-45, Luk 12:54).


AIRCRAFT


Promise of participation in the
spiritual realm:- Even though this can be interpreted literally [meaning that you can expect to fly somewhere soon] it
mainly relates to your role and participation in that which is of the spiritual
realm. The type of aircraft will give an indication as to what type of ministry
or spiritual activity is indicated (2 Pet 1:19-21).


Holy Spirit
reliance:- Can be associated with a ministry that relies on the working
of the Holy Spirit to be successful. If you are in the aircraft it means being
actively involved, but if you only see it you will be influenced or exposed to
that particular activity (1 Thes 4:8).


Timing of fulfilment:-
The time before the aircraft leaves, if known, [flight time]
can give an indication of the time which will pass before the prophetic word
will manifest in the natural (Rev 22:10).


Spiritual event:- Points
to a spiritual ministry, business or event. Can be associated with a prophetic
word (Matt 13:14).


- Aircraft that crashed


Spirit filled ministry
failure:- This is symbolic of the failure, or split, of a spiritual
ministry or activity (Is 34:2).


Unfulfilled prophecy:-
It can also represent a prophetic word which did not come into fulfilment (Luk
6:49).


- Aircraft Carrier


Refreshed at a safe haven:-
Symbolizes a safe haven [an extension of the Body of Christ]
where those who are involved in spiritual warfare and Holy Spirit ministries,
can be equipped, refreshed and prepared to be sent out again (Matt 4:22, Eph
6).


Call to support ministries:-
It can be a call for a person, ministry, church or business to equip and
support other ministries in spiritual warfare (Eph 6:12).


AIRPLANE


Holy Spirit
ministry:- As it flies in the air [symbolizing the
Holy Spirit] it symbolizes a ministry that allows the free flow of the
Holy Spirit.


Spiritual ministry activities:-
It shows participation in spiritual activities (Act 2:2). The type of activity
is dependent upon the type of plane being seen or are flown in. If you only see
or observe the plane, you will be exposed to a spiritual event, but if you fly
in it you will be actively used to minister the gifts of the Spirit.


- Airplane crash [small plane]


Personal failure:- Can
point to a personal disaster or failure of a small business (Ps 78:33) [see also directions].


Negligence resulting in
failure:- Negligence, rejection of a prophetic word or carelessness can
result in the failure of a business or ministry (Hab 3:17).


Witness of ministry failure:-
If you see the crash, it can show that you will be a witness to the split or
failure of a spiritual ministry or business (Jer 29:23).


Failure of the ministry:-
In a congregational context it can point to the failure of the spiritual
ministry or possibly point to a split in the ministry or congregation (Job
15:24).


- Airplane circling to
land


Wait patiently:- You are
in a waiting pattern. The Lord is telling you not to rush into a ministry or
business, as His timing to release you has not yet arrived (Lev 15:13, 28).


- Airplane coming in to
land


In line with God’s
timing:- This shows that you are in line with the Lord’s timing.


Fulfilment of God’s
promise:- You have waited long enough and can now expect the imminent
fulfilment of the Lord’s promise (Deut 24:11).


- Airplane taking off


Prepared for Spirit
filled ministry:- You need to prepare yourself as you will move into a
ministry or business opportunity, which will flow in the gifts of the Holy
Spirit.


On the wings of an eagle:-
You will be carried on the wings of an eagle and move to high places where you
will experience the glory of the Holy God of Israel. (Deut 32:11).


- Air Balloon


Spirit led:- It is
filled with and driven by air and the wind which shows that it is being led by
the flowing of the Holy Spirit in business or ministry (Zech 4:6).


Self-will:- If you are controlling
the direction of the balloon it points to an attempt to control the work of the
Holy Spirit by trying to do things your own way (1 Sam 14:19).


- Black helicopter


Influence of the spirit of darkness:-
Influences of the spirit of darkness operating through human efforts and man
inspired ministries.


False promise:- False
promise that you will be rescued (Job 24:17, Is 8:22).


- Blue helicopter


Holy Spirit
power:- To be promoted and to flow in the gifts of the Holy Spirit by
the power of the Holy Spirit (Zech 4:6).


- Military airplane or a
fighter jet


Spiritual warfare ministry:-
If you are flying the jet, you will lead a Spirit driven spiritual warfare
ministry (Is 13:5).


Call to spiritual warfare:-
If you only see or observe a fighter jet, it can mean that you must enter into
spiritual warfare before you can receive revelations from the Lord (Rom 16:25).


Prepare for battle:- Be
prepared for the battle! The Lord wants to use you mightily as a prayer warrior
(1 King 8:44).


- Black airplane


Spirit of darkness:-
This can represent the presence of a spirit of darkness which would require
spiritual warfare to oppose it. A single seater plane can represent the angel
of death (Rev 6:8).


Natural end of business:-
It can represent a warning of God’s imminent judgment on a business or ministry
and therefore symbolize the death [end] of the
ministry or business (Hos 9:11).


- Bomber airplane


Sudden inroad against the
enemy:- Shows that there will be sudden and large inroads made against
the works of the enemy in times of spiritual warfare (Josh 10:37).


- Glider airplane


Holy Spirit
reliance:- This shows that the business or ministry which you are
embarking upon is fully dependant and reliant on the guidance of the Holy
Spirit (1 Thes 4:8).


Holy Spirit
powered:- It does not need effort [engine]
from your side as it is fully powered by the Holy Spirit (Zech 4:6).


- Helicopter airplane


Imminent rescue:-
Helicopters are used in rescue efforts. It can therefore symbolize imminent
rescue from a difficult situation through divine revelation or intervention
(Gen 45:7, 1 Sam 30:8).


Works of the flesh:- A
helicopter does not soar in the air on wings but is forced upwards by power. It
can therefore represent works of the flesh, where you do your own thing.


Rebellion:- Can show
that your ministry is not guided by the Holy Spirit but strongly propelled by
the spirit of man. It can also be associated with rebellion (2 Tim 4:2).


- Jet airplane


Fast growing Holy
Spirit ministry:- This
points to a powerful and fast growing ministry flowing in the gifts of the
Spirit (Is 49:6).


Holy Spirit
led business:- It can be a fast growing business guided by the working
of the Holy Spirit.


- Large passenger airplane
[airliner]


Large move of the Spirit:-
It shows a large move in, or of the Spirit within the organized church
involving many people (Ps 36:8). The size of the plane points to a congregation,
or even a denomination, that flows in the gifts of Holy Spirit.


Large enterprise:- It
can point to a large business or enterprise (2 Cor 10:4-5).


- Red plane


Ministry protected by Jesus’
Blood:- Red is the
colour of spiritual cleansing by the blood of the Lamb (Lev 14:7, 13) which
means that this represents a ministry or business, cleansed and protected by
the blood of the Jesus.


- Small airplane [light passenger
plane]


Flowing of spiritual gifts:-
This can symbolize the flowing in the gifts of the Spirit (Ps 18:10, Is 40:31).


Resting in God:-
If the plane is flying you are already blessed and flowing in the gifts and can
rest in the Lord (Zeph 3:17).


Prepared for ministry:-
If the plane is still on the ground, it means that you are still being prepared
for ministry. It can also point to a small business or spiritual ministry in
which you will be involved (Ps 132:17).


- Transport airplane


Workplace touched by the Holy
Spirit:- This symbolizes
the spiritual condition in your workplace. It can point to a factory, warehouse
or office block that will be touched by a powerful move of the Holy Spirit (Ps
86:9).


- White plane


Purity:- Represents
holiness and purity (Prov 22:11), which means that the ministry or business is
based on a foundation of integrity, honesty and transparency.


AIRPORT


Equipped:- Can show that
you are in the process to be equipped and prepared for your calling. It is a
place where people wait to depart on a new spiritual path (1 Peter 3:20).


Travel:- It can also
show that you will travel or to changes to come (Mat 25:14).


Waiting:- It is a time
of waiting and preparation before you will be released in a Holy Spirit
ministry (Luk 7:27, Amo 4:12).


- Military airport


Spiritual warfare training:-
Home base for spiritual warfare, or ministries involved in spiritual warfare.


AIRPORT
HANGER


Equipping:- Place where
people are prepared and equipped with spiritual discernment [dreams, visions, prophetic] and to operate as a channel
through which the gifts of the Holy Spirit can flow (Heb 4:12, Heb 3:7, 1 Cor
15:44).


AIR
TRAFFIC CONTROLLER


God’s guidance:- Listen
carefully to what this person says. It may help you to understand where God is
leading you or to obtain guidance as to the Lords timing (Hos 14:9, John 14:6).


Authoritative person:-
Can represent a person with the authority to allow your ministry or your
business to be established (Ex 18:20, 1 Cor 4:17).


ALARM


Summoned to battle:-
Represents a warning that the enemy is in sight and the battle is imminent. To
be summoned and incited by God to go into battle to destroy the enemy (Zech
7:14).


Calling of sinners:- It
sounds an alarm to sinners, calls them to repent, proclaims liberty to the
captives and slaves of satan51 (Num 10:1-10).


ALCOHOL [liquor]


Unwise decisions:-
Making unwise decisions that will have physical, emotional or financial damage
[such as unaffordable learning material or evil employers
that pay a good salary but abuses you. It can also refer to a physical activity
that you did not prepare for, or a person that drinks too much] (Act
10:8, Is 14:29, Prov 23:32).


Freedom:- To be set free
of sin after sin has been confessed (Act 28:5, 6).


Impairing judgment:- It
can represent something or someone that causes your good judgment to be
impaired (Rev 18:3).


ALGUM
TREE


Church builder:-
Symbolizes someone building the church of Christ (1 King 10:11, 12, 2 Chron
9:10, 11).


ALIEN


Unknown:- An unknown
person or people group [or foreign] (Jer 14:8, Job
19:15).


Set apart:- Someone who
is set apart [alienated] from worldly things and
ambitions in order to do the spiritual work that the Lord has called him for
(Ps 39:12).


Separated:- Can express
the emotions of someone who feels he does not belong and is separated or
alienated from those that are close to him (Ps 69:8).


ALLIGATOR [crocodile
– Leviathan]


satan:- The crocodile is the
representation of satan himself. Deceiver or deception (Rev 20:2). Can point to
a demonic [satanic] presence.


Unclean spirit:- A
violent and unclean spirit that comes to steal and destroy (Daniel 7:19, Rev
16:13).


Pride:- Show that the
person is proud and self-righteous (Ez 29:3).


Stalking:- It is a
warning to beware of the enemy who is stalking you. Be watchful and cautious.
Stay away from unholy ground. Be especially cautious in the place of provision
[your business or workplace] as you may be lured
into a deceptive transaction (Eph 6:12).


- Pale green alligator


Evil influences:- It is
a warning that you are not trusting God when you are making important decisions
which is making you susceptible to the influences of the evil one (Is 47:11).
It can also point to the presence of defilement and unclean-ness.


ALMOND


Fruitfulness:- The
almond can point to a person that is fruitful in his life and daily walk (Num
17:8).


ALMOND
BRANCH or SHOOT


Alertness:- A symbol of
alertness and activity.


Calling recognised:-
Someone who has recognized his calling and purpose and is now walking in that anointing
with vigour and enthusiasm.


Late bloomer:- Can also
refer to a late bloomer [someone who recognizes and starts
to walk in his anointing late in his life or career] (Jer 1:11-12).


ALMOND
TREE


End of era:- Can
symbolize the approaching of old age, or end of an era (Jer 1:11, Ecc 12:5).


ALOES


Intimacy:- Can refer to
intimacy with God, you are a sweet smell [perfume]
to the Lord (Ps 45:8).


Bridal bed:- Refers to
the bridal bed which can symbolize Christ seeking an intimate relationship with
His bride [the church] (Prov 7:17, Song 4:14, 16).


Meeting place:- Place
where you meet with God (Ex 33:7, 9, 11, John 19:39).


Encamped:- To position
yourself or to set up camp (Num 2:1-6).


Secret sin:- Can refer
to a tent [place] of sexual perversion (Prov 7:17, 2
Sam 16:22) or can show that the person has secret sin in his life.


ALTAR


Obedience:- Can be a
prophetic [sacrificial] act which is required to
demonstrate your commitment to the Lord. To give up worldly things in obedience
to the Lord.


Repentance:- Place of
sacrifice. It can indicate that you are expected to repent of your sins and
bring it under the blood of Christ’s sacrifice (Ex 20:24, Ex 27:1-8, Rev 6:9).


Presence of God:-
A person entering the presence of the Lord.


Offering:- It can show
that you will be expected to give up [sacrifice]
something that is very close to you so that the Lord can promote you in the
Spirit (Rom 12:1, Phil 2:17, 1 King 19:21).


Idol worship:- Can also
refer to idol worship or satanic rituals, especially when shown in red and
black (Jer 11:13).


AMBER [a
reddish gold colour]


Precious:- Something
precious (Gen 24:53, Deut 33:16).


God’s presence:- The
presence and Glory of God and His flaming love for his people (Rev 4:3, Ez
1:27).


Light of Christ:-
The pure light of Christ who is the brightness of Father’s glory.


Jesus’ zeal:- Jesus’
burning zeal for the glory of God (John 2:17).


God’s fire:- God’s fiery
indignation against His enemies (Deut 29:28).


Feet of Christ:-
It can also symbolize the feet of Christ [colour of a metal
made of gold and brass, which is the most fine brass] (Rev 1:15, Ez
1:4).


Nature of Christ:-
Can denote the nature of Christ, the preciousness of His person, His brightness
and glory, and His great strength and power (Ez 1:16).


AMBULANCE


Call to prayer:- If it
is an ambulance or police vehicle it can be a warning to enter into a time of
prayer against a negative event which can be expected (Ez 33:4).


Support ministry:- It
can be a calling to support and care for those afflicted with calamity, in poor
circumstances and spirit (Is 61:1, Luk 4:18, Mat 11:5).


AMETHYST


Twelfth stone:-. It
describes the twelfth stone [the amethyst] in the
breastplate of the priest. It is also mentioned as one of the foundations of
the New Jerusalem (Rev 21:20)1.


Dreamy:- The colour is
associated with a comfortable atmosphere and dreamy, comfortable and satisfied
feelings (Ps 63:5).


Dream:- It is a call to
take note of your dreams because God is speaking to you in your dreams (Job
33:15). This colour is associated with the Hebrew word halam
[to dream] that confirms that God is giving you
meaningful dreams (Jer 23:28).


Sober:- Greeks of old
associated this stone with the prevention of drunkenness and can therefore
point to a person with a sober outlook in life and who is not easily influenced
by worldly influences (Rev 21:20).


Privileged (Gad):-
The amethyst is also associated with the tribe of Gad whose name means
“privileged” (Ex 28:19, Ex 39:12, Rev 21:20)2.


AMUSEMENT
PARK [merry go round]


Relaxed:- A relaxed,
pleasurable and joyful situation (1 Sam 6:18). Feeling carefree and relaxed.


Religious circus:-
Religion is being turned into a circus (1 Cor 10:7).


Senseless:- A wasteful
and senseless activity (Ecc 2:1, 8).


ANCHOR


Safe place:- God is
keeping you in a safe place [He is your Anchor]
during the storm (Acts 27:29).


Confidence:- A reminder
that the Word of God is your confidence (Heb 6:18,19).


Hope:- It represents
hope (Heb 6:19).


Freemasonry:- It is one
of the symbols of Freemasonry and can point to involvement in Freemasonry.


Released into calling:-
It can also represent something that is preventing a person from being released
into his calling. Holding him anchored at the wrong place.


ANCHOR
BEING LIFTED


Obstacle:- It can refer
to an obstacle which is keeping you from being released into ministry, and is
now being removed.


Spirit led:- You can
begin to move as the Spirit directs (Act 27:40).


Wrath turned away:- It
can also show that the wrath of God is turning away from you (Jos 7:26, Jos
15:7, Is 65:10, Hos 2:15).


Freemasonry:- It can be
a caution of the presence of Freemasonry in the person’s life [either direct involvement or stemming from family or ancestry
involvement] (Ez 8:16).


Water spirits:- Someone
submitting to a spirit representing the Lady of Hope which is strongly founded
in water spirits (Is 27:1).


ANGEL


Messenger:- A message or
messenger from God (Acts 8:26).


Praise:- Praise (Luk
2:13).


Obedient:- An obedient
and faithful person (Ps 103:20).


Wise:- Someone guided by
divine wisdom (2 Sam 14:17, 20).


Knowledgeable:- A
knowledgeable person who is mature and equipped for his task by the Lord (1 Pet
1:12).


Pastoral ministry:- A
pastoral ministry, guiding and caring for people (Is 63:9, Ex 23:20).


Protection:- It can
represent protection, care, kindness, the love of the Lord and abiding fully in
the Lord (Heb 1:14).


- Black Angel


Announcing famine and
mourning:- A messenger of gloom and calamity. Announcing wickedness,
famine, despair and mourning. It can also refer to vengeance and persecution3
(1 Chron 21:12, 2 King 8:1).


Threatening:- This can
point to the presence of a menacing or threatening situation or circumstance
(Is 51:19),


Spirit of darkness:-
This can represent the presence of a spirit of darkness which would require
spiritual warfare to oppose it. It can also reveal the presence of the angel of
death (Rev 6:8).


Discontent:- It can also
represent discontent and sullenness4.


Vampire:- A black angel
can, in some cases, represent the presence of a vampire, an evil being or
witchcraft5 (Judg 5:23, Gal 5:20).


ANGLER


Outreach:- To go out to
find new clients, or to win souls for the Kingdom [evangelization
outreach] (Mar 1:17).


Evangelization:-
Represents an evangelization ministry. The Lord will use you as an evangelist
to go out into the world and bring lost souls into God’s Kingdom (Matt 4:19,
Mark 1:17, Is 60:9).


Led by the Holy
Spirit:- To be led by
the Holy Spirit in an evangelization ministry (Ps 65:9, Ps 1:3).


ANIMALS [see
also specific animals]


- Antelope


Gentle:- An antelope
symbolizes love, gentleness (Song 2:9, Prov 5:19) and swiftness (2 Sam 2:18).


Confident:- It can
represent a confident person [stable and secure] who
is of quick understanding (Is 35:6, 2 Sam 22:34, 1 Chron 12:8).


Morally strong:- It
shows a morally strong person who is sincere and runs from worldly and fleshly
dangers (Ps 42:1, Ps 18:33, Prov 5:19).


Introvert:- Can be an
introverted person who withdraws quickly (Mark 4:40).


Stubborn:- Someone who
has been hurt by rejection may seem stubborn [to hide their
fear of man] and would relinquish their leadership role in personal
relationships.


Reluctance:- Someone who
is reluctant to take up their authority in Christ (Rev 21:8, 2 Sam 17:2).


- Ape [monkey]


Humiliating:- Someone
who is inclined to humiliating others (Luk 23:11, Mark 15:31).


Irritating person:- An
irritating person who does and says foolish [stupid]
things (Job 11:12, Prov 9:13, Is 44:25).


- Bear


Fearless:- A bear can
represent a fearless and powerful person who is always ready to fight for the
Lord, or act in obedience to His Word (Job 41:33).


Survive:- Just as a bear
can survive a whole winter without eating, such a person can survive during
serious hardship with patience without being defeated (2 Tim 4:5, Jam 5:11).


Strength of character:-
Represents strength of character (Amos 5:19, 2 Samuel 17:8).


Passive manipulation:-
Passive manipulation.


Angry person:- A bear
can symbolize a person or situation, which looks clumsy and non-threatening,
but can be angry, bitter and even dangerous underneath. A person who withdraws
(2 Pet 2:1), who hides from circumstances, with a negative attitude and
difficult to communicate with. Such a person would often harbour a grudge.


Evil person:- The harsh
nature of a bear can represent an evil person, or the presence of a curse (1
Sam 17:34, 2 Sam 17:8).


Caution:- Be careful if
you see a bear when having to take serious financial decisions (Job 9:9).


- Bull


Sacrifice:- In Biblical
context it represented a sacrifice (Lev 4:4) and in some societies it stands
for wealth, power and authority.


Investment:- It can also
be a seed or investment with the potential to produce many offspring or returns
(Act 7:5).


Growing prosperity:-
Financially it can point to an investment in a growing phase [bull market].


Jesus:- It may also
represent Jesus the Servant (Ez 10:20, Ez 1:5-10, Lev 4:3).


Double minded:- A person
with dull spiritual awareness [bull headed] or
double mindedness (Mat 13:15).


Poor discernment:- Poor
spiritual discernment [does not recognize God or God’s
anointing].


Idolatry:- A sacrifice
to false gods, denying or resisting God’s supernatural power, or undermining
the ministers and prophets of the true God (Acts 14:13).


- Camel


Equipped:- It can show
that the person is equipped to deal with a difficult period in his life. (Matt
23:24, Luke 18:25).


Without the Spirit:-
A camel represents an animal that can go a long way without water. It can
therefore point to a person that tries to get along without the Holy Spirit and
refreshment of the Holy Spirit [water].


Rely on God:-
A person with an attitude that prefers not to rely on other people or to
receive God’s provision (Gal 6:5).


Difficulty:- It can also
show that the person may have a desert experience [a
difficult time] in their life (Is 46:1).


- Cat [see cat also]


Pride:- Pride, hindrance
to improvement (Rom 1:30, Ez 28:2, Ps 10:4, Hos 7:10, Pro 26:12).


Hard heart:- Hardened
heart (Dan 5:20, Jer 17:9)


Foul spirit:- Foul
Spirit, frightful and solitary (Is 13:21, Is 34:14, Jer 50:39, Ps 74:19).


- Cheetah


Speed and skill:- A
cheetah is known for its speed and skill in catching prey.


Skilful:- It can thus
symbolize a person with excellent skills, ability to identify and sell to a
client, minister or evangelize a potential convert with great skill and ability
(1 Cor 9:24).


Fading quickly:- A
cheetah is known for its short bursts of energy when hunting. It would then
symbolize a person who can react quickly to solve an issue but does not have
staying power, will fade quickly and retreat in order to find other easy prey
(1 Thes 3:1). Unfortunately such a person often loses his clients to bigger
organizations with better staying power, resulting in dis-heartedness.


- Coyotes


Cunning:- A coyote can
represent someone who is cunning, sly, deceitful and who will probably cause
you harm when you least expect it (Neh 4:3, Luke 13:32).


Untrustworthy:- It can
be a warning about an untrustworthy person.


- Cow


Prosperity:- It shows
that God wants to prosper you and that He will provide for you (Gen 41:2, Hos
4:16, Num 19:5, Ps 50:10, Gen 41, 2 Sam 17:29).


Word:- A cow can provide
milk or meat which shows that you can receive the Word of God in a simple [milk] or more advanced [meat]
manner.


Oppression:- Oppression
of the needy (Amos 4:1).


Provision:- A cow can
point to provision and prosperity and in a negative sense it can point to
provision or prosperity that is being withheld due to the selfishness of a
person (Gen 41:3, 4, 27).


Unyielding:- It shows that
the person is not open to receive advice and has a passive and unyielding
attitude towards a particular matter (1 Sam 20:30).


Rebellious:- Shows that
the person has a rebellious streak, is not flexible and reacts negatively when
he receives criticism [sacred cow].


- Deer [buck, antelope]


Gentle:- A deer
symbolizes love, gentleness (Song 2:9, Prov 5:19) and swiftness (2 Sam 2:18).


Confident:- It can
represent a confident person [stable and secure] who
is of quick understanding (Is 35:6, 2 Sam 22:34, 1 Chron 12:8).


Morally strong:- It
shows a morally strong person who is sincere and runs from worldly and fleshly
dangers (Ps 42:1, Ps 18:33, Prov 5:19).


Introvert:- Can be an
introverted person who withdraws quickly (Mark 4:40).


Stubborn:- Someone who
has been hurt by rejection, may seem stubborn [to hide
their fear of man] and would relinquish their leadership role in
personal relationships.


Reluctance:- Someone who
is reluctant to take up their authority in Christ (Rev 21:8, 2 Sam 17:2).


- Dog [see also dog]


Loyal friend:- It can
refer to a loyal friend (John 15:14, 15), or someone who is satisfied with the
least, or very humble (Mat 15:27, Mar 7:28, John 6:12). Lowly (1 Sam 24:14).


Uncleanness:- The presence
of uncleanness, an unclean spirit, shamelessness (Rev 22:15).


Unnatural lusts:- Can
refer to unnatural lusts of the body. Prostituting self (Deut 23:17, 18).


Despised:- To be
despised (Deut 23:18). Contempt, easily offended (1 Sam 17:43, 1 Sam 24:14, 2
Sam 3:8, 2 Sam 9:8, 2 Sam 16:9, 2 King 8:13, Is 56:10, Mat 15:26).


Opposed to ministry:-
Someone wrangling with the Word of God, or who is opposed to you or your
ministry.


Snarling at truth:-
Snarling at the truth of the Word.


Hurting words:-
Devouring and hurting words, reproach, covetousness, greed (Is 56:10)


False teacher:- False
teacher and/or teachings (Phil 3:2, Rev 22:15).


- Donkey [see also donkey]


Prophet:- A donkey can
be symbolic of a prophet or someone that flows in the prophetic (Num 22:21-31).


Hard working:- Shows
that you are a hardworking and strong person who is victorious in Christ but
who has a humble and kind personality (Zech 9:9, Matt 25:1, 1 Peter 2:16).


Independent:- It can
show someone who has an independent and obnoxious spirit.


Strong-willed:- A person
who tends to be strong-willed and unyielding. Difficult to get them to do that
which they must but does not feel like doing (Zech 7:11).


- Elephant [see also elephant]


Great strength:- You
have great physical and mental strength to deal with large issues and that the
Lord can use you to achieve great things in His name (Zech 4:6, Phil 4:13).


Manipulating spirit:- It
represents a great and powerful force, or shows a person who is controlled by a
manipulating spirit which manifests as intimidation, power play, controlling
and forceful behaviour (1 Sam 17:43-45).


- Foal [see also foal]


Preparation for spiritual
warfare:- Being called, or prepared for, a spiritual warfare ministry.


Leadership potential:- A
person with great leadership potential, but it will be some time before he is
established in such a position (Zech 12:4, Jer 5:8).


- Fox [jackal]


Cunning:- A fox can
represent someone who is cunning, sly, deceitful and who will probably cause
you harm when you least expect it (Neh 4:3, Luke 13:32).


Untrustworthy:- It can
be a warning about an untrustworthy person.


- Giraffe


Potential:- A giraffe
can move from standing still to full speed in a few strides, thus it can mean
that you have the potential to move rapidly when the Lord calls (Luk 12:42).
With its long neck it can reach the juicy soft leaves at the top, meaning you
have the potential to receive a special portion from the Lord. Just use it!


Pride:- The long neck
can symbolize pride. A giraffe’s height can mean that the person is looking
down on other people (Ps 75:5, Is 48:4).


- Goat


Sacrifice:- A goat,
offered as a sin offering, can show preparedness to sacrifice something in
repentance (Ez 43:25, Lev 16:21).


Leadership:- A he-goat
can symbolize a person with strong leadership skills (Jer 50:8).


Unrighteous:- A goat is
often seen as the unrighteous that will be separated from the children of God
(Matt 25:32) and can therefore be a warning from the Lord that the person needs
to review their life or lifestyle in order to be taken into the Kingdom of God.


Doing own way:- Such a
person would often want to do things their own way and resist the views of
others (Zech 7:11, Is 46:12).


- Gorilla


Aggressive person:- Can
represent a passive person who can explode in aggression and rebellion if
provoked (1 Sam 15:23).


- Hare [rabbit]


Quick return:- A
righteous person who will experience a quick return of the fruit of righteousness
(2 Cor 9:10, Ez 36:11).


Abounding love:- Can
indicate abounding love of one person for another (1 Thes 3:12).


Quickness:- Associated
with speed and quick reactions this can indicate that the person is quick to
react to what happens around them (Ezra 5:8, Ecc 9:11).


Frightened:- Can
indicate someone who is fearful, fainthearted and easily frightened, or
somebody who not ready to go into full-time ministry (Deut 20:8, Judg 7:3, Prov
20:21).


- Hippopotamus


Dangerous:- A hippo
looks clumsy and passive, but is in fact a very dangerous animal that is
territorial, swift and aggressive.


Hidden danger:- It can
therefore point to an aggressive and powerful person, but can also represent an
evil spirit which is hidden under the surface [water spirit]
with the intention to destroy you, or your work (Jer 18:22, Luk 12:2).


- Horses


Formidable:- Something
or someone formidable, powerful and beautiful (Zech 12:4).


Royalty:- Can symbolize
royalty, position and strength (Job 39:19-25), or swiftness (Jer 4:13).


Spiritual warfare:-
Horses were traditionally used in battle and can therefore be a call to
spiritual warfare (Jer 5:8, Rev 19:11, Job 39:19). To prepare for warfare (Jer
46:4).


Strong enemy:- A strong
force or enemy coming against you (Zech 12:7).


Controlled:- A person
who is controlled [at the bit or reigns like a horse]
(Jam 3:3).


Vanity:- Can be symbolic
of vanity (Ps 33:17, Prov 21:31).


Trusting the world:-
Trusting the world [or own strength] and not God (Is
31:1, Ez 17:15, Hos 14:3).


- Hyena


Coward:- A cowardly
person benefiting from the misfortune of others (Lev 11:18, Deut 14:13).


Negative person:- A
person with a negative nature, continuously murmuring, complaining and focussed
on previous hurts.


Selfishness:- Such a
person is often selfish, takes things for granted and wants to receive
provision and spiritual growth without sacrifices [scavenging
and unthankful attitude] (Gen 15:11).


Backsliding:- It can
point to someone who is backsliding, or who has inappropriate thoughts and
attitudes towards others.


Un-renewed mind:- Not
willing to renew your mind, or to grow spiritually in order to progress in
life.


Stealing blessings:-
Something or someone trying to rob us from the blessings of the Lord.


- Kangaroo


Protective:- Can speak
of a caring and generous person who is very protective towards those who are
vulnerable and weak (Ps 40:17, Luk 10:34).


Argumentative:- A
difficult and obstinate person who jumps to conclusions and easily gets into
arguments (Job 6:25, Gen 49:6).


- Koala Bear


Strong character:- It
can show a quiet and reserved person, although he looks vulnerable and clumsy,
he has an inherently strong character and the ability to rise to high places [position of revelation and authority]. Strength of
character (Amos 5:19, 2 Sam 17:8).


Hidden bitterness:- Can
symbolize a person, or situation, that looks clumsy and non-threatening but who
can be angry, bitter and can even dangerous under the surface. (2 Pet 2:1).


Focus on past:- It can
characterize someone who hides away from circumstances and would often focus
more on the past than on the present or the future (1 Sam 17:34, 2 Sam 17:8).


Double-mindedness:- The
black and white colouring can point to double mindedness or deception,
therefore be cautious if you see [or dream of] a
koala bear when taking serious financial decisions (Job 9:9).


- Leopard


Consistency:- Can
represent something which cannot be changed [consistency]
(Jer 13:23), meaning that the situation must be accepted.


Loner:- A loner with an
independent nature. Straight forward.


Swift:- Swiftness (Hab
1:8).


Cruel person:- A cruel
and crafty person who can pounce on unsuspecting people, chastise them and
cause them harm (Hos 13:7).


Introvert:- It can also
show an introverted person who likes to keep to themselves and is fiercely
protective of that which they regard as his (Jer 13:32).


Antichrist:- It can also
be regarded as the presence of the antichrist (Rev 13:32).


- Lion [also see lion]


Powerful person:- A
prince [royalty], a powerful person [leader], or someone in authority (Zeph 3:3, Ez 19:5, Prov
20:2).


Courage:- A person who
is ready for the battle against the enemy [determined,
courageous] (1 Chron 12:8), or who does not give up on a deal until he
has convinced his opponent (Job 10:16). Boldness and courage (Prov 28:1).


Command:- A word or
command from the Lord [or a person in authority]
(Amos 3:8).


Gatekeeper:- Gatekeeper
[as presented in Freemasonry] (Prov 10:10).


Resisting the Word:-
Preventing the Word of God to be preached (Ps 10:9).


Satan:- The fierce and
destructive nature of satan (1 Pet 5:8).


Destroyer:- Someone who
wants to destroy the followers of God (Ez 22:25, Prov 28:15), or who is proud
and haughty (Job 28:8).


Wicked ruler:- A wicked
ruler (Prov 28:15, Ez 32:2).


Enemy trap:- It can be a
warning that an enemy is setting a trap for you [lying in
wait] (Hos 13:7).


- Mice [rats]


Sensitive:- Can point to
having very sensitive hearing [can hear and discern the
voice of the Lord] (Job 12:11).


Curse:- It can also
point to the presence of a curse (2 Tim 1:7).


Uncleanness:- It can be
a warning against uncleanness and deception (Lev 11:29).


Nervous person:- Refer
to a nervous, easily disturbed and offended person.


Destroying of fruit:-
Someone wicked destroying fruit of the land and body (1 Sam 6:4).


Plague:- Warning of a
plague (Lev 26:21).


Suspicion:- To be
suspicious, or on the watch for suspicion.


Tumour:- Symbolizes a
tumour, boil (1 Sam 6:4-18).


Abomination:- Points to
the presence of an abomination (Is 66:17). Sin in a person’s life (Lev 11, 29).


- Monkey [baboon]


Humiliating:- Someone
who is inclined to humiliating others (Luk 23:11, Mark 15:31).


Irritating person:- An
irritating person who does and says foolish [stupid]
things (Job 11:12, Prov 9:13, Is 44:25).


- Ox


Teaching Gospel:-
It can symbolize the preparation of a feast, or the teaching of the Gospel (Prov
9:2, Mat 22:4).


Willing:- A willing and
hardworking person (1 Cor 9:9).


Fair wage:- It can be a
call to pay a fair wage to your employees (1 Tim 5:8).


Loyal:- A loyal person
(Is 1:3).


Strong character:-
Someone with strength of character (Prov 14:4, Num 24:8).


Apostolic ministry:- An
ox was used to break [plough] new ground, therefore
it can represent an apostolic ministry.


Ignorance:- Can describe
a person who is ignorant [gullible, unwise personality]
of the fact that they are being led into sin (Jer 11:19, Prov 7:22).


- Pig


Unclean spirit:- It
represents the presence of an unclean spirit (Lev 11:7, 8).


Aggressive personality:-
Someone with an aggressive and ungenerous or stingy personality


(Mat 7:6).


Filthy habits:- A person
with filthy habits (2 Pet 2:22).


Degraded:- Degradation
and humiliation (Luk 15:15).


Backsliding:- Can be a
wicked and backsliding person (Mat 7:6).


Hypocrite:- Symbolic of
a hypocrite (2 Pet 2:22)43.


- Rabbit [hare]


Quick return:- A
righteous person who will experience a quick return of the fruit of
righteousness (2 Cor 9:10, Ez 36:11).


Abounding love:- Can
indicate abounding love of one person for another (1 Thes 3:12).


Quickness:- It is
associated with speed and quick reactions and can indicate that the person is
quick to react to what happens around him (Ezra 5:8, Ecc 9:11).


Frightened:- Can point
to someone who is fearful, fainthearted and easily frightened, or somebody who
is not ready to go into full-time ministry (Deut 20:8, Judg 7:3, Prov 20:21).


- Rhinoceros


Defend territory:- A
strong person who will fiercely and persistently defend the Lord’s interests [territory] (Act 19:33, Judg 10:1). Someone who is fiercely
protective of his own (Dan 2:12).


Thick-skinned:- Can
indicate the presence of a religious spirit, or represent someone whose opinion
is not easily swayed by any influence or pressure from others [thick-skinned] (Ez 12:2, Ez 3:9).


Short-sighted:- The
rhino’s poor eyesight [short-sighted] can indicate
that the person does not have a clear vision of the future and would charge
after other people’s visions without regarding the consequences or any thought
for his own safety (Heb 5:8-12, 2 Pet 1:9).


Easily angered:- Can
point to a person that is easily angered.


- Sable antelope


Unbiblical marriage
relationship:- It shows that the marriage relationship is out of line
with Biblical truth. The woman often dominates and the husband does not take up
his role as protector and provider of this family (Act 17:22).


- Sheep


True follower:- It
generally represents the children of God [a true follower
of Jesus] (John 10:3) and can point to innocence, meekness and
vulnerability (Zech 11:7, 11, 16).


Jesus:- Can represent
Jesus, the Lamb of God (John 1:29, 36).


Humble person:- A humble
person with a pure heart who is prepared to be obedient and to follow Jesus
wherever He leads (1 Pet 1:19, John 1:29).


Prepared to sacrifice:-
Someone who is prepared to pay the price for Jesus (Act 8:32). A symbol of a
sacrifice which is to atone for sin (Gen 22:8, Ex 12:21, Is 43:23).


Helpless person:-
Someone being victimized and oppressed, and unable to defend themselves (Jer
11:19, Zech 11:7, 11, 16).


Unsaved person:- It can
be an unsaved person ready to join the flock of Jesus Christ.


- Skunk


Unacceptable sexual behaviour:-
As it represents a bad smelling animal, it can show that the person is involved
in sinful and/or unacceptable sexual behaviour.


Poor spiritual discernment:-
It can also show someone who does not have any spiritual discernment (Lev
26:31, Is 3:24).


- Squirrel


Providing:- A person who
hoards sufficient provisions for difficult times (2 Chron 32:28).


Withdrawing:- A person
who is difficult to get to know as they would retreat quickly before you can
find out much about them.


Highly strung person:- A
nervous and anxious [highly strung] personality (Luk
10:41).


- Tiger


Powerful person:- Can
represent a powerful person [leader] or someone in
authority (Zeph 3:3, Ez 19:5).


Convincing:- A person
who does not give up on a deal until he has convinced his opponent (Job 10:16).


Boldness:- Boldness and
courage (Prov 28:1).


Loner:- A loner with an independent
nature. An introverted person who likes to keep to himself and who is fiercely
protective of that which he regards as his own (Jer 13:32).


Dealing with issues:- A
straightforward person who swiftly deals with issues (Hab 1:8).


Crafty person:- A crafty
person who can pounce upon unsuspecting people, chastising them and causing
them harm (Hos 13:7).


Haughty:- Being proud
and haughty (Job 28:8).


Wicked person:- A wicked
ruler (Prov 28:15, Ez 32:2). An enemy setting a trap for you [lying in wait] (Hos 13:7).


- Wolves


Harsh judgment:- Judges
dealing harshly (Zeph 3:3).


Fierce attacker:- A
fierce and ferocious person who, together with others like himself,
unobtrusively and by surprise, attack someone else (Hab 1:8).


Legalistic person:- A
persecuting and legalistic person (Acts 20:29).


Deceptive self-promotion:-
Can represent a deceptive person or false prophet who becomes involved in the
church or ministry with the idea of benefiting and promoting themselves (Mat
7:15, John 10:12).


Greedy:- A greedy person
(Ez 22:7).


- Zebra


Camouflage:- A zebra
always looks like it is in a good condition and its stripes enables it to
become one with its environment [camouflage].


Adaptable:- This can
show that the person can adapt well and stay calm and composed in any
circumstance (1 Thess 5:6).


Healing:- The stripes [white on black] can also symbolize our healing through
Christ’s suffering (Is 53:5, Prov 20:30).


Resisting the Holy
Spirit:- A zebra is
known to be unable to absorb its fat during a drought when it is starving. This
means it can die of starvation while its body still contains a lot of fat. It
can therefore symbolize someone who is not able or is having difficulty, to
become one with the Holy Spirit or abide in the Lord (1 John 2:27).


Poor discernment:- The
black and white stripes can point to difficulty in discerning between light [spirit-filled life] and darkness [fleshly
lifestyle] (Jud 1:7).


Suffering:- The stripes
[black on white] can point to judgment, affliction,
punishment and suffering (Luk 12:47).


ANKLES


Faith:- An ankle keeps
the body upright and would thus symbolize someone who is held up by faith.


Strengthened:- Being
strengthened in confidence and/or ability (Acts 16:5).


- Broken ankle


Discouraged:- A weak or
broken ankle shows that a person is hamstrung, discouraged, held in bondage or
someone whose faith is weakened (Rom 3:3).


ANOINTING [oil]


Divine equipping:- Can
indicate someone set apart and divinely equipped for a particular task.


Holy Spirit
presence:- Blessed with the presence and power of the Holy Spirit (1 Joh
2:20, 1 Joh 2:27).


- Anointing of ears


Atonement:- Symbolic of
cleansing and atonement, becoming one with Christ (Ex 29:20, Lev 8:23).


- Daniel anointing


Leadership abilities:- A
person with strong leadership abilities that is anointed with great faith and
courage.


Prophetic ability:- A
person flowing in the prophetic, especially the interpretation of dreams and
visions through divinely guided discernment and wisdom (Dan 1:17, Dan 5:11).


- David anointing


Loving God:-
A person with this anointing will love and trust God with all his heart and
soul.


Many territories:- It is
a powerful anointing that will establish the house of God in many territories.


Well-spoken person:- It
often refers to a courageous, good looking and well-spoken person (1 Sam 16:18,
1 Sam 17).


Praise and worship:- It
can represent the re-establishment of praise and worship in the house of the
Lord (Neh 12:45-47).


Pure heart:- A person
with a pure heart that is loved by God (Is 61:1).


- Ephraim anointing


Fruitfulness:- Refers to
fruitfulness, multiplication and the possession of the land (Gen 41:52, Gen
17:6).


Prosperous:- It shows
that the person will be blessed with financial prosperity and abundance in the
natural (Judg 18:5, Zech 8:12).


Apostolic anointing:- It
can also refer to an apostolic anointing.


Taking possession:- To
take the land [business, ministry, or geographical entity]
as a representative of God in the same way that Joshua [leader
of the tribe of Ephraim] led the Israelites to take possession of the
Promised Land (Josh 1).


- Jeremiah anointing [anointing]


Prophet to the nations:-
This refers to someone who is appointed as a prophet to the nations (Jer 1:5).
Such a person will be God’s mouthpiece to proclaim His righteousness which will
impact countries and people groups, and even though they experience hostility
and opposition they will not be overcome as the Lord will always be with them
(Jer 1:19).


Humility:- A humble
person but used powerfully by the Lord. They may fall into despair, negativity
and/or depression, but the Lord gives them divine strength that cannot be
overcome by any hostile power (Jer 1:18).


- Joseph anointing


Increase:- The name
means to increase (Lev 25:14, Lev 26:4).


Prophetic anointing:-
This is a leadership anointing with a strong prophetic flow in dreams and
visions (Deut 13:1).


Deliverance:- In the
same way that David was delivered from the hand of the enemy many times it can
show that a person with this anointing will also flow in deliverance and
restoration ministry (Is 61:1). A person with this anointing will probably be
persecuted by those near to him, but will always overcome by the grace of God.


- Judah anointing


Celebration:- It refers
to the tribe of Judah. Judah means to be praised and celebrated.


Praise:- This can mean
that the person can expect praise and a celebration of his achievements (Gen
29:35).


Position of authority:-
As Judah was the firstborn it shows that the person can expect to be placed in
a position of authority (Is 22:21).


Confessing sins:- Judah
was repentant when he found Joseph to be alive which signifies that this colour
can also point to a repentant heart and willingness to confess your sins (Act
26:20).


Financial betrayal:- As
Joseph was betrayed by Judah, the presence of this colour can be a warning that
you are being betrayed or cheated in the area of finances.


Unease:- It can also
represent something that steals your peace of mind (Gen 37:23).


Do not trust in money:-
It can also be a caution not to trust in money and earthly riches (1 Tim 6:10).


- Manasseh anointing


Forgiveness:- This
anointing refers to repentance, forgiveness and to forget what is in the past.
It can therefore show that the person is blessed with the ability to repent of
past sins and to forgive those that hurt them in the past and to reach out to
the future (Gen 41:51).


Setbacks:- Such a person
can often experience setbacks in their careers where they will be pushed into
the background, even though they are the natural and logical successor [in the same way that Ephraim was blessed by Israel with the
blessing of the firstborn, even though Manasseh was the firstborn] (Gen
48:10-20).


- Prophetic anointing


Prophetic office:-
Anointed with the ability and office of prophet (1 King 19:16, Jer 1:5). Such a
person is blessed with the ability to foretell, predict and announce future
events. It is also someone who can interpret, explain or communicate the Word
of God.


- Zebulon anointing


Dwelling:- The the tribe
of Zebulon means place of habitation [where you stay]
or dwelling (Ex 23:20).


At the right place:- You
are at the right place where you can expect good tidings or a good gift,
present or provision from God (Gen 30:20, Gen 48:9).


Honour:- Honour (Gen
30:20).


International calling:-
It is also the colour of the sea which shows that you can do business and trade
worldwide or initiate an international evangelical ministry (Deut 33:19, Prov
13:22).


ANT


Hard working:- It can
represent a person who is hardworking, wise and diligent in everything he does
(Prov 6:6-8).


Prudent:- Or someone
with prudent habits, foresight, and the ability to plan for the future (Prov
30:25).


Own effort:- A person
who does not rely on the Lord, but accumulates resources to satisfy their own
needs out of the fear of lack [or greed] (Mat 10:28).


Infirmity:- In some
cases it has, during ministry, referred to the presence of a spirit of
infirmity (Luk 13:11).


- Black Ant


Poverty spirit:- Someone
with a history which reflects the presence of a poverty spirit (Prov 24:34).
Such a person usually does not trust God to provide for the future (Gen 45:11,
Jer 17:5-6).


- Golden Ant


Spiritual provision:-
Gold represents glory, victory and faith. Therefore a golden ant can indicate
effective spiritual provision (Mat 6:19, Mat 19:21, Luk 12:33).


ANTELOPE


Gentle:- An antelope
symbolizes love, gentleness (Song 2:9, Prov 5:19) and swiftness (2 Sam 2:18).


Confident:- It can
represent a confident person [stable and secure] who
is of quick understanding (Is 35:6, 2 Sam 22:34, 1 Chron 12:8).


Morally strong:- It
shows a morally strong person who is sincere and runs from worldly and fleshly
dangers (Ps 42:1, Ps 18:33, Prov 5:19).


Introvert:- Can be an
introverted person who withdraws quickly (Mark 4:40).


Stubborn:- Someone who
has been hurt by rejection may seem stubborn [to hide their
fear of man] and would relinquish their leadership role in personal
relationships.


Reluctance:- Someone who
is reluctant to take up their authority in Christ (Rev 21:8, 2 Sam 17:2).


ANTIQUE
ITEMS


Past:- It refers to
something in the past. It can be a memory, a blessing that is carried from one
generation to the other, or a treasured inheritance ( Act 7:5, Deut 33:4).


Reminder:- It can also
be a reminder from God to show how much He loves you, and has blessed you in
the past.


Negative inheritance:-
Can refer to a negative inheritance. Depending on the item, it can show
inherited sin [bloodline sins], or memories that
have not been dealt with (Ex 34:7, Ps 51:5).


ANTLER [horn]


High position:- A horn
normally signifies a high position such as a king, president, city mayor, or
CEO of a company. It is a position of strength and authority (Zech 1:21, Zech
1:18-21, 2 Sam 22:3).


Ambition:- It can
represent someone who is very ambitious and who will stop at nothing to promote
themselves to a position of power and authority (Ps 75:4, Amo 6:13).


Salvation:- Salvation (2
Sam 22:3).


Promoted:- To be
exalted, to expect promotion (1 King 22:11, Ps 89:24, Ps 92:10, Ps 132:17, 1
Peter 3:8, Ps 75:10).


Anointing a person:- The
horn was used to store the anointing oil, therefore a horn, on its own, can
signify that the Lord wants you to anoint someone, or that you can expect Him
to anoint you (1 Sam 16:1, 1 King 1:39).


APARTMENT [home]


Life:- Represents a
person’s life [physical or spiritual], or a
business, church, or ministry (1 Cor 3:9; 1 Peter 2:5).


Family:- It can refer to
a family [relatives, or a family of churches] (2 Cor
5:17, Jer 6:16, Mark 3:25).


- Clean bright apartment


Righteous church:- A
church, business, ministry, that is guided and directed by the Holy Spirit.
Shows that it is well run in righteousness (Prov 20:11, Ps 24:4).


- New apartment


Career change:- Shows a
change in career, starting a new business, or building a new ministry [other geographic area, or way of ministry].


Relocation:- It can also
show that the person can expect to relocate to another place, or be involved in
a new move of the Spirit (Rev 21:1, 5, 2 Pet 3:13, Hab 3:2).


- Old apartment


Inherited blessings:-Points
to righteous areas in a person’s life that was inherited from his forefathers,
or to inherited blessings (Deut 28).


Traditional church:- It
can represent a traditional [conservative] type of
church.


Iniquities:- Perversity
and iniquities [inherited sins] (Hab 1:3, Deut 28).


- Neglected, damaged or
dirty apartment


Not Holy
Spirit led:- A church,
business, or ministry that is not guided and directed by the Holy Spirit.


False religion:- Can
point to the influence of false religions, New Age religion or idolatry (Jer
23:1, Mat 23:15).


APE [monkey]


Humiliating:- Someone
who is inclined to humiliating others (Luk 23:11, Mark 15:31).


Irritating person:- An
irritating person who does and says foolish [stupid]
things (Job 11:12, Prov 9:13, Is 44:25).


APPLES [fruit]


Sweet memory:- Sweet
memory, sweetness (Song 2:3). Breath of life, a sweet smell (Song 7:8).


Refreshment:-
Refreshment and restoration (Song 2:5).


Encouragement:- Wise
words, words of encouragement (Prov 25:11).


Favoured:- To be highly
favoured [apple of my eye] (Ps 17:8, Zech 2:7-8).


Temptation:- Corruption,
temptation, sin [rotten apple] (Gen. 3:6, 2 Cor
11:3, 1 Tim 2:14).


Intellectual and worldly:-
Intellectual power and contemplation. To think of yourself as a god.
Knowledgeable in worldly matters. Fruit of self-righteousness (Gen 3:5).


Difficulty:- To bring
something into existence with difficulty (Song 8:5).


- Golden apple


Fitting words:- A good choice
of words. Someone that says the appropriate thing at the right time (Prov
25:11).


Kindness:- Words of
kindness and respect to your partner. Cure for lovesickness (Prov25:11)


APPLE
TREE


Sweet memory:- Sweet
memory, sweetness (Song 2:3). Breath of life, a sweet smell (Song 7:8).


Refreshment:-
Refreshment and restoration (Song 2:5).


Encouragement:- Wise
words, words of encouragement (Prov 25:11).


Favoured:- To be highly
favoured [apple of my eye] (Ps 17:8, Zech 2:7-8).


Temptation:- Corruption,
temptation, sin [rotten apple] (Gen. 3:6, 2 Cor
11:3, 1 Tim 2:14).


Intellectual and worldly:-
Intellectual power and contemplation. To think of yourself as a god.
Knowledgeable in worldly matters. Fruit of self-righteousness (Gen 3:5).


Difficulty:- Bring
something into being with difficulty (Song 8:5).


APPRENTICE


Disciple:- It can point
to someone who looks up to you for protection, discipling and counselling (Is
9:15, 2 Sam 16:20).


Mentee:- It shows being
prepared to be coached and mentored [discipled] by a
spiritual father or mother (Mar 8:38).


APRICOTS [fruit]


Beloved:- Someone who is
dearly beloved and who exudes a sweet and pleasant aroma (Song 7:13, 1 Cor
10:31, Phil 3:8, 1 Pet 4:11, 1 Tim 6:18-19).


Sweet and Pleasant:-
Shows that the person is dearly beloved and exhumes a sweet and pleasant aroma
(Song 7:13, 1 Cor 10:31, Phil 3:8, 1Pet 4:11, 1 Tim 6:18-19).


Love:- This colour is
also associated with romance, love and feelings of love (Song 8:4, Song 7:13).


Territory Based:-
This colour is reflective of a person that is very territory based and prefers
to stay in the area where he grew up. There is an old adage that an apricot
tree will not grow far from the mother tree (Judg 5:17.).


Healing:- Associated
with emotional [heart issues] and physical healing
showing that the Lord is healing your emotions [and/or
physical body]. It is also associated with education and medicine (Jer
33:6).


AQUADUCT


Spirit’s channel:- Shows
that the person is a channel for the Holy Spirit (Acts 9:15, Job 38:25).


AQUARIUM


Exposed:- There is no
privacy for fish in an aquarium. It can therefore show that a person’s life and
private issues are brought into the open. It leaves him vulnerable and exposed
which makes him feel insecure. A place where there is no confidentiality.
Unarmed, defenceless and open (Heb 4:12-13).


No defence:- Having no
means of defence or protection against an enemy attack or other injury.


Open to view:-
Unconcealed and open to view. Exposed to shame and disgrace (Ex 32:25).


ARENA


Evangelise large groups:-
It can be a call to an evangelistic ministry to large groups of people (Act
16:10).


Works made public:- A
warning that your works will be made public [to be seen by
a large number of people], shown at a public exhibition (2 Thes 2:3, 8,
Gal 5:19).


Gathering of saints:-
Can represent the gathering of the saints for a special event or occasion, or
to receive a special message from the Lord (2 Chron 3:1, Ps 106:47).


ARM [body]


Symbolic understanding:-
The arm is a significant part of the body. It is with the arms that people
caress and comfort, but it is also the instrument by which punishment and even
killing is done. It is therefore important to discern what the Lord is trying
to show you – His arm [which exudes light, brightness and
represents power, authority, salvation and judgment] or the arm of a
person [own ability or that which a person can expect to
happen in his life] or the arm of the enemy – [normally
associated with darkness, bringing with it deception, destruction and a loss of
authority].


Power and authority:- It
represents the power and authority that a person possesses [given to him by God] (Deut 5:15, Deut 7:19).


Judged:- To be judged.
Representing the righteousness, justice, faithfulness, or mercy, salvation and
redemption of God’s people (Is 51:5).


Preparing for battle:-
It is also a metaphor for warriors preparing for battle (Ez 4:7, Is 52:10).


Deliverance:- An arm
normally signifies strength, assistance and deliverance (Ex 6:6).


Personal influence:- It
can also symbolize personal, political, organizational or military power and
influence (Deut 4:34, Is 53:1).


Strength:- Strength, and
God’s power to help you in a time of need (Ex 15:16).


- Arm being cut off


Withdrawing blessing:-
Withdrawing [cutting off] the blessing, comfort and
care of God.


Position removed:-
Caution that your dignity and position of strength will be taken away (Deut
28:31).


Forfeiting honour:-
Forfeiting the honour that God has bestowed upon you as His child.


Punishment:- It can also
represent imminent punishment and destruction from God (1 Sam 2:31, Num 3:4).


- Left arm


Weakness:- It can
represent the weaker side [arm of flesh]. The less
coordinated side (2 Chron 32:8). It can also refer to the natural life of the
person.


False authority:- It can
also represent the false authority of the evil one trying to deceive you.


Demotion:- In a work
situation it can mean that a person could be demoted or their authority taken
away.


- Outstretched arm


Outstretched arm:- God
with a stretched out arm – with almighty power He will bring you out, save you,
rid you of iniquity, redeem you, bring you into the promised land and give it
to you (Ex 6:6, Deut 4:34). [it is a metaphor taken from a
man who stretches out his arm, and in so doing uses all his strength].


God’s protection:- It
also represents the protection of the Lord (Ex 15:16).


- Right arm


Uprightness:- The
stronger side, representing uprightness and the will of God (Is 62, Is 45:23,
Heb 6:13).


Redeeming love:- It can
also represent the redeeming love and salvation of God (Ps 77:15, Ps 98:1, Ps
136:12, Song 2:6, Is 33:2).


Place of authority:- It
can show that a person will receive a higher position or place of authority –
either in a work or natural sense, or promotion in the Spirit (Tit 2:15). It
can also refer to the spiritual life of a person.


- Thin left arm


Weakness:- A thin left
arm can symbolize weakness or a person trying to do things by means of own
strength and ability (Job 18:7, Amos 6:13).


- Underneath arm


Safe place:- God is your
refuge [your habitation, mansion, house] where you
are safe and at rest.


With God:-
To be at home in God with all His comforts, benefits and protection, for those
who trust in Him. He will not only give you a calling, but will also give you
the strength to put it in operation (Deut 33:27).


- Uplifted arm


Lead:- To lead people
(Acts 13:17, Is 63:12).


Victory:- Can symbolize
victory [a triumphant salute], or praising and
worshipping the Lord (2 Sam 23:12, 1 Cor 15:57).


Glorifying God:-
Glorifying Him for His righteousness.


ARMOUR


Ready:- Dressed and
prepared to wage war (Jer 46:3-4, Eph 6:11- 17, 2 Cor 6:7, 2 Cor 10:4).


Divine defence:- Wearing
the divine defences – the armour of light and righteousness (Rom 13:12).


Fleshly armour:- It can
be a warning! If you wear fleshly armour and depend on your own strength,
money, skills, or earthly resources, you will not succeed against a spiritual
onslaught (1 Sam 17:5-7).


- Weakened Armour


Defenceless:- It can be
a warning that you are defenceless and not covered by the presence and/or
protection of the Lord (Luk 11:22).


Call to arm:- It can be
a call to clothe yourself with His Spiritual Armour (Eph 6:11-17).


ARMY


Spiritual force:- An
army can refer to the church as the Body of Christ which is a powerful
spiritual force when acting in unity (Joel 2:11).


Preparation:- It can be
a time of preparation before being released into a spiritual warfare ministry.


Demonic activity:- If
the army is experienced in a negative manner [grey or dark]
it can indicate the presence of demonic activity or witchcraft (Ex 14:9).


Controlling stronghold:-
It can also point to a stronghold that is controlling you, an evil force that
you are struggling to overcome.


- Disorganised army


Disunity:- A
disorganized army can point to disunity in the Body of Christ (Act 14:4).


ARMY
UNIFORM [uniform]


Spiritual armour:- Shows
that the person is protected with spiritual armour, ready for battle or
prepared for spiritual warfare (1 Sam 17:5, Eph 6:11-16).


Own battle:- Can be a
caution that the person is attempting to battle against spiritual issues on his
own, with his own power and skills (Job 18:7, Amo 6:13).


AROMA [smell]


- Sweet aroma


Acceptable:- A sweet and
pleasant aroma is associated with a person who is acceptable and righteous before
the Lord (Ez 20:41, Gen 27:27, Song 2:13).


Seduction:- It can
represent something that seduces the senses, such as food for a hungry man, or
the perfume of a seductive woman (Prov 7:17, Ecc 10:1).


- Bad aroma [stench]


Sin:- A bad aroma is
associated with sin in a person’s life (Ex 5:21).


Honouring the dead:-
Honouring the dead (2 Chron 16:14, Luk 24:1, John 19:39).


ARROWS [bullets,
shots, see also bow]


Righteous words:- The
words of the righteous (Is 49:2). The Word of the Lord’s deliverance. Words of
guidance and direction from the Lord.


Prayers:- It can refer
to words of prayer, or spiritual warfare prayers.


Wrath of God:-
In Scripture, the arrows [Words] of God are the
apprehensions of his wrath. It pierces the conscience and pains the receiver
(Job 6:4, Ps 38:2).


Judgment of God:-
Figuratively speaking, shots or arrows represent the judgment of God against
His enemies (2 Sam 22:15, Deut 32:23, Ps 18:14, Zech 9:14).


Children:- It can
represent His blessings to His sons [children], or
it can refer to your offspring [sons or children]
(Ps 127:5).


Evil words:- Slanderous,
fault-finding, rebellious words and malicious purposes of people with evil intent
against the righteous (Ps 11:2). Words of accusation, bitterness and criticism
(Ps 64:3). Enemy’s destruction and attacks (Num 24:8). Gossip, lies and deceit
(Jer 9:8).


- Fiery arrows


Bitterness:- Words of
bitterness and rebellion. The malicious purposes of people with evil intentions
against the righteous (Ps 11:2, Ps 64:3).


Enemy attack:- Can
represent attacks from the enemy, aiming to destroy you (Num 24:8).


Criticism:- Criticism.
Can be fault-finding, lying and deceitful words that accuse people falsely (Jer
9:8).


Harm:- Fiery arrows can
represent situations or circumstances which cause you emotional or physical harm.
A warning from the Lord for you to seek His face and hide behind His shield of
faith, so He can teach you how to deal with threatening circumstances (Ps 23:4,
Num 23:23, Ps 91:7).


ARCENIC


Prevents disease:- It is
used in animal food to prevent sicknesses and disease6 which carries the
promise that if you adhere to the guidelines in the Word of God you will live a
healthy life (2 King 8:1).


Restless:- Descriptive
of a restlessness in the soul of the person with feelings of guilt and
bitterness (Jer 4:19, Is 54:11).


Poisonous:- A person
with a poison-like personality [Jezebel] (Ps 140:3,
Rom 3:13).


Preservation:- The
symbolic association is to preserve that which is good, right and honourable
(Is 58:13, Jer 6:16).


Worldly standards:- This
can be a warning not to preserve worldly standards or worldly influences in
your life (Jer 13:10, Ez 36:31).


ART [painting]


Teaching ministry:- It
can indicate a teaching ministry [painting pictures with
words], or a person with a passionate, romantic or eccentric lifestyle
(Rom 2:20, 1 Tim 2:7, Mar 12:32).


Idolatry:- It can point
to idolatry (Nah 2:3, Hab 2:18).


ARTERY [vein]


Spirit’s channel:- Shows
that the person is a channel for the Holy Spirit [Spirit of
Life] (Acts 9:15, Job 38:25, John 10:10).


ASH


Sin offering:- A sin
offering, to purify and cleanse that which is unclean (Num 19:17-19, Heb
9:13-14).


Manipulation:- Can mean
manipulation in business decisions (Is 44:20) [especially
being manipulated by an opponent trying to influence you to your disadvantage].


Ruin:- It can also
represent the ruin or destruction of a dream, ambition or memories.


ASHES [mourning]


Destroyed:- Something
which has been completely destroyed. A marriage, a memory, sin, or even a
stronghold in your life (Is 61:3).


Mourning:- It can also
show mourning (Ez 28:18).


ASLEEP


Resting:- Resting or
inactive, refreshment, resting in the Lord (Ps 127:2).


At peace:- To be at
peace. Unconscious of what happens around him.


Spiritually asleep:- Not
understanding divine things. Conformed to the world. In a figurative sense it
can show death or to be spiritually dead (Deut 31:16, Job 14:12, Mat 9:24, Mar
5:39, Luk 8:52, John 11:11, 12, 1 Thes 4:14).


Thoughtless:- To live
thoughtlessly, to be careless, inattentive or unconcerned, not vigilant (Mark
13:36).


Lazy:- Sluggishness [a very lazy person] (Eph 5:14, Prov 6:9, Prov 6:10).


Unemployed:- To be
unemployed.


- To oversleep


Missing opportunity:-
Warning that you will miss an important opportunity if you are not diligent (1
Sam 25:15).


ASPARAGUS


Unease:- Associated with
a guilty conscience (Ps 16:7, Ps 73:21, 26).


Unpleasant Person:-
Refers to a person that brings unpleasantness into the company of people.
Someone that sees the negative in every situation (2 Tim 3:8, Col 2:18).


Excellence:- It can
indicate that the person is important or has inherent qualities of excellence
(Ps 16:13, Prov 17:27, Deut 32:13-14).


Integrity:- It
symbolizes a person’s deepest inner [most hidden]
integrity (Ps 139:13, Job 16:13) and moral [thoughts and
emotions] nature.


ASS [donkey,
mule]


Prophet:- An ass can be
symbolic of a prophet or someone that flows in the prophetic [see Balaam’s donkey].


Hard working:- Shows
that you are a hardworking and strong person who is victorious in Christ but
who has a humble and kind personality (Zech 9:9, Matt 25:1, 1 Peter 2:16).


Independent:- It can
show someone who has an independent, stubborn and obnoxious spirit (Is 48:4-5).


Strong-willed:- A person
who tends to be strong-willed and unyielding. Difficult to get them to do that
which they must, but does not feel like doing (Zech 7:11).


Once-off:- Unable to
produce seed to multiply and therefore can’t produce an offspring. In a
business sense it refers to a once-off opportunity that will be concluded once
the lifecycle is completed.


- Ass braying


Insignificant argument:-
An unimpressive person making a big show about something insignificant (Prov
7:11).


- Wild ass in heat


Reckless person:- It
refers to an untamed and reckless person, running from one point to the next
with brutal passion, unable to control his natural impulses and with the
ability to revert to uncontrollable violence.


Lack of wisdom:- It can
also refer to responding with eagerness, and a lack of wisdom, to idols and
false prophets without consideration of the consequences (Jer 1:23-25).


ATM [auto
teller]


Provision:- The promise
of provision or the fruit of trusting in Christ (Ps 104:14).


Trust:- Trusting Jesus,
our provider, our Rock of Salvation (2 Sam 22:3).


ATOMIC
BOMB


Outpouring of the Spirit:-
A sudden, enormously powerful, and widespread outpouring of the Holy Spirit
(Act 1:8).


Destruction:- In the
negative it can refer to widespread destruction and damage [natural or spiritual].


ATTIC [upper
room]


Un-dealt issues:- Can
represent memories, or bad experiences, that have not been revealed and need to
be dealt with (Obad 1:6, 1 Cor 4:5).


Memories:- Memories and
thoughts of the past. It can also refer to your mind and thoughts (Act 10:11,
Phil 3:13)7.


Place of prayer:- A
place of prayer (Act 22:17).


Hiding:- A person who is
hiding from the world (Ps 32:7).


ATTORNEY [lawyer]


Your defender:- It is a
promise from the Lord that He will send someone to defend you and argue on your
behalf, or will enable you to defend yourself [through
guidance by the Holy Spirit]. It can be a friend, mentor, financier or
advisor (1 Joh 2:1).


Jesus:- It can represent
Jesus Himself [representing your attorney before the
judgment throne of God] (1 John 2:1, Zech 12:1, Is 38:6). The Lord may
be indicating that you should not despair. He is interceding on your behalf
before the Father. Have faith, for He is with you.


AUDITORIUM


Gathering of saints:-
Can represent the gathering of the saints for a special event or occasion, or
to receive a special message from the Lord (2 Chron 3:1, Ps 106:47).


Worldly activities:- Be
careful of following a group involved in fleshly and worldly activities (Mic
2:12).


Evangelise large groups:-
It can be a call to an evangelistic ministry to large groups of people (Act
16:10).


AUTOGRAPH


Covenant:- Sealing of an
agreement or covenant (Ps 2:12, Matt 26:49). It can also refer to the
confirmation of the identity of the person.


AUTOPSY


Cause of failure:- To
determine the cause of the failure of the business or ministry.


Root cause:- To drill
down to the root cause of the issue (1 Pet 4:6).


AUTO
TELLER [atm]


Provision:- The promise
of provision, or the fruit of trusting in Christ (Ps 104:14).


Trust:- Trusting Jesus,
our provider, our Rock of Salvation (2 Sam 22:3).


AUTUMN


Awaiting change:-
Waiting for change (Ps 104:19).


End of season:- Nearing
the end of a season or phase in your life (Jer 8:20, Acts 1:7).


Last days:-
Representation of a person who is nearing the last days of their life (Luk
8:42).


Not valued:- It can
represent a person who is not valued, and does not contribute to the growth of
the Kingdom of God (Jer 8:20).


Inner peace:-
Self-confidence and inner peace (Act 2:26, Matt 11:29).


Completion:- Associated
with the completion of a season of work and preparing for a season of rest
(Matt 11:28, Dan 4:4). It can also point to a harvest that is ready to be
harvested (1 Sam 6:13, Job 29:4, Is 17:5).


Spiritual maturity:-
Beauty of a mature person. Someone with wisdom and discernment who is prepared
to share their revelations with other people (Ex 34:21, Is 57:2, Dan 12:13, Gen
15:15).


AVOCADO


Inner Healing:-
An avocado symbolizes inner cleansing and healing and can refer to the presence
of the healing anointing of the Holy Spirit (Ps 26:2, Mal 3:3).


Fertility:- It can be
associated with sexual stimulation and fertility or creating a conducive
environment to pro-create (Gen 1:22, Jer 23:3).


Abundant Prospect:-
It refers to an abundant prospect [opportunity] that
lies before you which will be fruitful, able to produce in abundance and
prosper you (Gen 17:6, 1 Chron 4:40, Ecc 11:6).


Deceptive Opportunity:-
The negative association shows that the time is not right to take up the
opportunity (Job 32:11, 2 Cor 9:4).


- Unripe avocado


Deception:- The unripe
avocado can refer to the presence of deception within the opportunity (Gen
3:13, Lam 1:19).


AWAKE


Alert:- Having just
returned from a period of rest and being excited and focused [alert] (Job 8:6).


Survived:- Can show
someone who has just emerged from a difficult time in his life.


AWL


Serving:- Willingness to
submit freely and completely to Christ, and to serve Him all your life (Ex
21:6, Deut 15:17).


Obedience:- Obedience,
or a symbol of an obedient person (1 Pet 1:14).


- Awl in ear


Serving out of love:-
Symbol of love, to serve out of love and not out of duty, to be a servant by
choice (Ex 21:5, Ex 21:6, Ps 40:6).


Submission:- Willing to
submit completely to the Lord’s authority (1 Pet 2:13, Jam 4:7).


AXE [knife,
sword, dagger]


Gospel of Jesus:-
Gospel of Jesus Christ bringing healing, restoration, joy, life and abundance
(Heb 4:12).


Word of God:-
It can symbolize the Word of God or the power of the Holy Spirit (Titus 1:13).
Sharp, penetrating, piercing between the soul and spirit, joints and marrow,
the inmost recesses of the mind, thoughts and intentions, separating fleshly
and spiritual attitudes (Jud 7:20, Heb 4:2-3, 12).


Deliverance:-
Deliverance (Deut 32:41, Ps 17:13, Hos 11:6, Zech 13:7).


To uproot:- To cut off
iniquities at the root. To cut off the plans of the enemy at the root (Matt
3:10).


Judicial power:- It is
the symbol of judicial power [God’s power and authority]
taking the lives of the condemned (Ps 17:13, Rom 13:4, Zech 13:7).


God’s protection:-
Protection of the Lord (Gen 3:24, Josh 5:13). Judgment against those
persecuting His children.


Revelation:- Revelation,
to reveal and to clear (Rev 1:16).


Intention to hurt or cause
harm:- It is an instrument with which to cut and can therefore indicate
the intention to cut, hurt, injure and humiliate another, or be a person
feeling hurt, injured, rejected, betrayed or humiliated.


Quarrelsome:- A
quarrelsome, aggressive and argumentative person (Ez 26:9).


Judgment:- Symbolizes
judgment over sin. Representing cutting sin out of our lives (Matt 3:10). A
rebuke, or to cut down (Deut 19:5, Deut 20:19). Judgment, insults (Jer 46:22,
Ps 74:5).


- Axe used wrong


Abusing the Word
of God:- To use an axe
incorrectly can show abusing the Word of God [or
interpreting it wrongly, false teachings] (Rev 2:15-16).


- Borrowed axe


Prevent retribution:-
Something borrowed that needs to be restored to escape retribution (2 King
6:5).
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BABOON [monkey]


Lively:- A baboon can be
associated with an active, curious and lively person. Someone who seems to talk
a lot, will always be involved in lively activities, and is full of practical
jokes and pranks (James 1:19, Job 8:21).


Mischievous:- A baboon
symbolizes an untameable, thieving and mischievous person or satanic influence
(Jer 4:22, Matt 12:36).


Untrustworthy:-
Untrustworthy or judgmental (Ps 31:3, Prov 20:19).


Idolatry:- A weak
person, aping foreign religions [idolatry] (Jer
5:21).


Unwise:- Someone acting
silly [not thinking what they are doing] (Prov 9:13,
Ez 13:3).


Fool:- Relying on the
wisdom of man [a fool] (Jer 10:8).


Mimic:- To mimic
another’s actions (Rom 2:20).


Humiliating:- Someone
who is inclined to humiliating others (Luk 23:11, Mark 15:31).


Irritating person:- An
irritating person who does and says foolish [stupid]
things (Job 11:12, Prov 9:13, Is 44:25).


Satan:- If it is seen in
a negative manner, a baboon can be associated with the presence of satan or a
wicked, evil [demonic] presence.


BABY


Spiritual immaturity:-
It can signify a new or young Christian or spiritual immaturity (John 3:3-8).


Change:- A baby points
to change in your business or ministry, to a passing from one state or form to
another, one thing replacing another (Gen 32:5).


Change of season:- A
change of seasons, a journey, or a change of scene or scenery. It is to turn,
to change, to exchange, to be altered, to alter and to renew, e.g. a change of
mind (Hab 1:11), of name (2 King 24:17), of day and night (Job 17:12), times
and seasons (Dan 2:21) or behaviour.


Beginning:- It can
represent something new such as an idea, ministry, church or new phase in your
life.


Faith:- A baby can also
represent faith and hope, and being fully reliant and dependent on God (1 Peter
3:5).


Prophetic revelation:- A
baby can represent the prophetic revelation God has given an individual or
group, of which they had to take stewardship, and now it is birthing time (Phil
3:22).


New ministry:- It can be
a new ministry, work or business that has been prepared for you (Zech 3:4).


New move of the Spirit:-
A new move or manifestation of the Holy Spirit in your congregation (Luk 1:14).
You need to begin to release the revelation into the spheres of authority you
are walking in. God wants you to be a steward over the revelation so that He
can use you to a greater dimension. You have to birth the revelation to have an
empty womb, ready for a new season.


Change of government:-
In a corporate sense it can even point to a revolution [such
as a change of government] (Dan 2:21).


Carnality:- It can also
represent someone that is of little spiritual growth, focused on the carnal as
opposed to spiritual (Mat 11:25, Luk 10:21, 1 Cor 14:20).


Things of the world:- It
can be a caution of a person taken by the things of the world (1 Cor 3:1).


Dependent:- Can refer to
an innocent or unseasoned person that is dependent on others1.


Immature:- A baby can be
a symbol of immaturity that means that the person is not able to take up his
legal position or leadership role as yet. (Gal 4:1).


Unwise person:-
Metaphorically it can represent someone who is like a baby, simple and
single-minded and not “wise and understanding”. It
can also refer to a person that is like a “Baby in Christ”.


- Baby boy


Influential change:-
Expect change that will influence your ministry or business, positively (Heb
1:12).


Inheritance:- God shows
that He gives you a spiritual inheritance that will have an influence over many
generations (1 Pet 1:4, Col 1:12).


Potential:- Christ being formed in you1.


Negative influence:- It
is a caution to pray against an influence or move that can affect your new or
young ministry or business negatively (Gal 5:9, 1 Cor 5:7).


- Baby daughter [girl]


Business growth:-
Represents growth in your ministry or business (Acts 2:22).


Potential fruitfulness:-
The Lord is showing that He gives you the potential for spiritual growth and
fruitfulness (Gen 49:22). It can also refer to fruit [the
outcome of that what you have done for the Lord].


House:- It can represent
a house or a village (Judg 1:27).


- Baby that is overdue


Expected change:- The
change or new thing that the Lord has prepared for your life, business or
ministry, can be expected at any moment (Luke 12:46).


Stock will be late:-
That which you have been waiting for, or are expecting, will be late or not
received in due time. It can be a consignment of stock, harvest or payment,
which will be late (Mat 18:25).


- Baby abused by an adult


Manipulative relationship:-
A trust relationship that is being abused. A manipulative or controlling
employer or pastor. It can relate to physical, emotional or spiritual abuse by
someone the person is dependent upon (Jer 15:15).


- Baby sitter


Oversight:- The covering
[oversight] of a new business or ministry (Heb
12:7).


Mentor:- It can also
show that the Lord will bring someone into your life who will mentor and coach
you in a new initiative, business or ministry (Mat 23:8, Num 3:10, Luke 22:29).


Overseer:- Can mean an
immature person who needs to have an overseer or protector appointed over him
(Rom 2:20).


- Baby with adult face


Maturity:- Can refer to
a person that has maturity beyond his age. It can also show that the person is
physically unable to do what he knows to do.


- Birthing a baby


New thing:- That new
thing or changes, which you have been expecting in your life is being
established [birthed] in the natural (1 Cor 15:51).
It can be a ministry, business, new initiative or phase in your life.


- Baby biting hand that
feeds:-


Misleading spirit:- It
can point to the presence of a misleading spirit that is trying to copy or
mimic the Holy Spirit. It can also refer to an ignorant person trying to prove
a mature person wrong, even though they are not correct1.


BACK [body,
also see directions]


Past:- Times or things
past, to look back on former ages. Foolish former ways (Ps 85:8, 1 Cor 10:12).


After-glow:- After-glow
of divine radiance (Ex 32:23).


Giving up:- To turn your
back on that which you have been involved in means you are forsaking it [quitting] and giving it up. To forsake, or to neglect, or
to turn the back on someone. To be removed from, or to be absent, (Zech 7:11,
12, 1 King 11:9, Ps 129). Leaving your first love (Rev 2:4).


Turn back:- It can be a
call from God to turn back to Him (2 Chron 30:6, Is 31:6, Jer 3:12, 14, 22, Hos
6:1).


Forgotten:- Something
forgotten, or something which happened long ago (Hos 8:14).


In secret:- Behind the
back is out of sight, meaning to do something in secret. It can also show disloyalty
(Ps 78:57).


Opposition:- Opposed to,
opposition, backbiting (Ps 15:1-3, Prov 25:23, Rom 1:28, Rom 1:30, 2 Cor
12:20).


Not progressing:- Can
mean you are falling back, i.e. not making progress.


Prior state:- The place
from which one came, a former state, condition or station (Heb 10:32, Mal 3:4).


Act superior:- To act
superior, or to treat others with contempt (Ez. 23:35, Neh. 9:26).


Refusing to listen:- It
can also signify a person that is refusing to listen, turning his back to God,
or another person, and thereby forsaking or neglecting them (2 Cor 11:3, Gal
3:1-3, Gal 5:4, 7).


- Cast behind the back


Forgive:- To cast behind
the back, is to forgive and forget (Is 37:17).


- To bend [bow] the back


Submit:- To submit to
oppression (Is 51:23, Rom 11.10).


BACKBONE


Confidence:- A reminder
that the Word of God is your confidence (Heb 6:18, 19).


BAG [purse]


Provision:- A bag can
refer to a purse, or a means to carry money, provisions and seed. It shows the
person is prepared for a journey, his calling, ministry or business opportunity
(Is 46:6).


BAG
WITH HOLES IN


Not prepared:- A warning
that the person is not prepared for the enterprise, ministry or journey set
before him (2 Chron 20:33).


Without Holy
Spirit:- It can also
show that he is trying to get things done without the provision and ways of the
Holy Spirit (Hag 1:6).


BAGGAGE [luggage]


Provision:- Can refer to
provision and seed (Mat 11:30).


Travel:- In the natural
it can also show that someone must prepare [pack your bags]
as they will soon go on extended travels, or move or relocate (Ps 32:4, Gen
42:25).


Not prepared:- This can
be a warning that the person is not prepared for the enterprise, ministry or
journey that is set before him and may be carrying iniquities that are bearing
him down (Job 14:17, Hag 1:6).


Own effort:- It can also
show that you are trying to get things done without the provision and ways of
the Holy Spirit (Hag 1:6, Luk 10:4).


Going on a journey:-
Promising indication that you will be going on a journey, move into your
calling, go into ministry or take up a business opportunity (Is 46:6).


Moving on:- It can also
be a call to move on to another challenge (John 7:3).


BAIT


Temptation:- This can be
a warning that the enemy is trying to tempt you into something that will cause
harm. It can be the snare of sweet sounding words of a deceitful person. Be
careful not to take the bait and be trapped in an argument or enterprise where
you will be on the losing end (1 Tim 2:14).


BAKER


Minister of the Word:-
As bread symbolizes the Word of God (John 6:35), a baker can represent a
teacher or minister of the Word (2 Tim 1:11).


New revelations:- It can
also point to new revelations of the Word.


Apostolic anointing:- A
person with an apostolic anointing [breaking new ground,
initiating] (John 6:33).


Entrepreneurial opportunity:-
It can point to a creative person developing a new and entrepreneurial
opportunity (Jer 37:21).


False teacher:- If you
sense negativity when dreaming of, or seeing a baker [especially
when dressed in grey or black] it can represent a false teacher,
bringing a false word, or someone who is not adequately prepared (Hos 7:4).


BAKKIE [pick-up
truck, LDV]


Life:- As with other
vehicles, it refers to a person’s life, career, ministry, business, an activity
or involvement in something (2 King 10:16).


Business:- It often
relates to a business, farming or trade activity which you are called to or is
involved in.


Important work:- It can
show the ability to do important and holy work for the Lord (1 Chron 13:7).


BALL [also
see games]


Controlling game:- A
ball is associated with games where the participants compete for control [it can be verbally, in business or spiritually] (Jud 1:3).


Competitive:- It can
therefore represent an opportunity to participate in a competitive situation [an event, negotiations, debating] (Is 22:18).


Argument:- In a negative
sense it can be a warning that you will become involved in an argument or
dispute [even a warning of an impending court case]
(Mic 6:1).


- Golden ball


Compete in faith:- Gold
represents faith and glory. This can be an event where you will have to compete
in faith that you will win, and that God will be glorified in the process. Even
though you will have success, you must remember that the glory belongs to the
Lord (Ez 43:2).


- Red ball


Impending conflict:- A
red ball can warn of an impending conflict which you will be involved in. Take
note of the direction the ball is approaching from to determine whether you can
pray and ask the Lord to prevent this conflict (Col 2:1) [see
also directions].


- Rugby ball


Heated argument:- Rugby
is a physical sport, therefore it can represent a heated argument in order to
gain control of a situation.


Team:- As it is played by
a team, it can mean one group, church or business, against another (2 Chron
26:13).


Short and intensive activity:-
It is normally a short intensive activity, but will soon be over.


- Silver ball


Fair competition:-
Silver represents redemption and purification. Therefore this can represent a
competitive event where you can compete fairly, evenly with honour and dignity.
At the end you will be a better person (1 Tim 4:12).


- Tennis ball


Skilful arguments:-
Tennis is usually a non-aggressive game, with players trying to outmanoeuvre
and outplay each other with creativity and cunning. In the same way a tennis
ball signifies a fairly long discussion or competition where those with
opposing views are given the opportunity to argue their position whilst trying
to outmanoeuvre the others (Prov 25:9).


BALLERINA


Joy:- The dancing
ballerina can represent the joy and pleasure of dancing before the Lord (Ps
30:11, Ps 150:4).


Disciplined:- This type
of dancing requires high levels of discipline and practicing which can show
that the person has a great deal of commitment and is diligent in works for the
Lord (Ps 43:4).


Deception:- Can
represent deception, seemingly dancing before the Lord but glorifying self.


Haughtiness:- A
ballerina is often characterized by someone with a long neck which represents
haughtiness and pride [see also Neck]. Can be
someone looking down on, or thinking they are better than others (Ez 15:60).


Legalism:- The rigid
sequence of movements and steps can indicate a very legalistic person, fixed in
their ways, who cannot easily be convinced to move freely in the Lord.


BALLERINA
ON STICK [in merry go round or on music box]


Truth discovered:- Someone
who has discovered the truth of how to move in the Holy Spirit (Eph 1:13).


BALL
GOWN [evening-gown, clothes]


Honourable position:- A
ball-gown is a special garment worn only at special occasions and can therefore
show that the person will be raised up by the Lord and given a position of
honour and dignity (Gen 49:3, Ps 45:13).


BALLOON [air
balloon]


Filled with Holy
Spirit:- In the same way
that a balloon is filled with air [breath of a person],
it can symbolize someone filled with the Holy Spirit [Breath
of God] (Acts 8:11). Such a person will be very visible and draw a lot
of attention to himself [almost like a marketing or
evangelization campaign] (Jer 18:19).


Invited:- It can also
show that you will be invited to a party or fun event.


Ready to explode:- Thin
skinned person, ready to explode in anger at any time (2 Tim 3:4).


Puffed up:- A person who
is puffed up and have high a regard of his own abilities (1 Cor 4:6, 18, 19).


Talking nonsense:-
Talking a lot of nonsense to catch attention, [“a lot of
hot air”] (Col 2:18).


- Blue balloon


Blessings:- Take note!
The Lord is drawing your attention to blessings and revelations in His Word.
Take note of the signs [clues] which He will set up
for you to follow (Prov 1:23).


- Red balloon


Potential conflict:- Be
aware! It is a warning of anger and potential conflict, and you have to tread
carefully not to let it explode in strife (Phil 1:30).


BALM [salve]


Healing:- Balm is
symbolic of cleansing and healing. It is a promise that the Lord will heal your
wounds, and help you to recover from the hurt and pain you had to bear (Jer 8:22,
Jer 46:11).


- Eye balm [salve, ointment]


Natural understanding:-
You are given understanding in the natural. You have been purified and tested
and are now anointed with the Holy Spirit.


Revealing of God:-
The Lord will reveal Himself to you in a very special way (Rev 3:18).


Healing of eyes:- It can
also represent the healing of your physical eyes (Rev 3:18).


BALSAM


Preserved:- Something
that is preserved or protected from putrefaction and decay (Gen 50:2, 26).


Fleshly lifestyle:- To
go against the Lord’s will by holding onto a fleshly lifestyle [or traditions] while He has called and released you into a
new spiritual life.


Trying to defeat Divine
purpose:- It can also be seen as an attempt to defeat God’s Divine
purpose (Gen 3:19).


BALSAM
TREE [mulberry tree]


Preserving of the dead:-
Mulberry sap was used to balsam the deceased and to preserve the bodies of
those who died. It’s therefore associated with death, sorrow and weeping (2 Sam
5:23, Ps 84:6).


BAMBOO [reed,
calamus]


Uprightness:- Represents
a person of high moral character en pure values. Uprightness, right in God’s
sight, true and direct course [bamboo contains its own
glue, like the Holy Spirit in you] (Ex 15:26, Is 26:7, John 5:30, John
14:9).


Flexible:- Something
that is not very rigid and will bend easily under pressure (Deut 20:8, Mat
11:7).


Empty:- As bamboo can
float on water it can symbolize that the person is “empty” [that is, not filled by the Word of God].


BANANAS


Loving atmosphere:- This
colour emphasizes a gentle and loving atmosphere.


Kind and Gentle:-Because
of the softness of the colour, it can refer to a kind and gentle person that is
precious and lovable (1 Thes 2:7, 24).


Friendly:- A banana is a
healthy fruit, containing many minerals, vitamins and energy. It can therefore
be associated with a friendly and relaxed person, full of energy, enthusiasm
and confidence (Heb 3:14, Gal 5:22-23).


Soulish:-The light
yellow colour can point to an emotional or soulish type of person that is prone
to gossiping (Prov 20:19). It can also point to rebellion, backsliding and
bitterness in a person (Gen 27:34). It can represent a person focusing on
self-promotion (1 King 7:1). It can also refer to backsliding and leaven (1
Kings 11:6).


BANDS [elastic
bands]


Agreement:- It can
represent an agreement, a contract, a marriage covenant, or a reminder of such
an agreement (Ps 105:8, Ps 119:61).


Flexible:- It can also
show that you are flexible and can be stretched by the Lord in order to achieve
His objectives.


Ungodly soul ties:- Can
represent ungodly ties which are keeping you from walking in freedom. Ungodly
soul ties with a person, idea, place or item, that is keeping you from a full
and free relationship with the Lord (Ex 2:23, Neh 5:5).


BANK


Place of security:- A
bank is a place where precious items are kept in safety. It can therefore
signify that you are in need of, or at a place of security which is from the
Lord (Is 33:6).


Investing your seed:- It
can also be seen as a place where you invest your seed [business,
ministry, etc.] and from which you can expect a steady [not spectacular] return. You can be sure that your
investment [seed sown] will be returned with
interest (Is 24:13).


Worldly spirit:- A bank
[especially a grey building] can represent the
spirit of the world, characterized by worldly, selfish needs and investment in
earthly things (Is 56:11).


BANNER


God:- It can represent
Yahweh Nissi, The Lord is my Banner (Ex 17:15).


God’s standard:- This
means that the standard of God is lifted high (Jer 50:2, Is 62:10), which
represents victory in the Name of Jesus (Is 11:10).


Unafraid:- It can also
show that the person is not afraid to show that he is a follower of Christ (Ps
20:5).


BANNISTER [railing]


God’s protection:- It
can be a promise of the Lord’s protection in a risky/dangerous situation (2
Thes 3:3).


Caution to be careful:-
Can be a warning for you to be careful as you may get into or be in a risky or
threatening situation (Is 8:7, Jer 42:19).


BANQUET


Joyful occasion:- A joyful
occasion, a feast or celebration, to commemorate something important (Song
2:4).


BAPTISM


Death to the world:-
Water baptism represents death to the world, to be washed clean of worldly
things by the Blood of Christ (John 3:23).


Submit to Christ:-
Someone who is prepared to stop his sinful lifestyle and to submit under the
authority of Christ.


BAR [alcohol,
pub, liquor store]


Impairing judgment:- A
place where alcohol [impairs good judgment] is
served (Rev 18:3). It can therefore refer to people or circumstances that have
a negative influence over you.


BARBED
WIRE


Self-defence:- Someone
building a fence of defence around themselves, meaning they are hiding their
true self.


Separation:- Designed as
separation or partition between the children of God and the unsaved (Ez 43:8,
Eph 2:14).


Self-protection:- It can
be a symbol of own or self-protection, or refer to trusting things or people
more than trusting the Lord (Deut 28:52, Is 22:11). The rich man’s wealth,
which he sees as protection in his conceit (Prov 18:11).


False doctrines:- False
or evil doctrines built around people by the church or ministry, to control or
manipulate them (Ezr 4:12, Job 24:11).


Religious spirit:- Can
point to a religious spirit, or the outward religious appearance being more
important than a relationship with God (Jam 1:26).


Boundary:- It can also
show that you have reached the boundary [limit] of
the expansion of your ministry or business. If you continue with an export
drive you will not succeed (Jer 5:22, Job 26:10).


- Garden fenced with
barbed wire


Unfruitful:- Can
represent a woman who cannot bear children (Song 4:12).


BARBER [hair
dresser]


Restoring your position:-
Someone who restores your authority by helping you to remove sin and thereby
reflecting the Glory of God. Jesus Christ, the Holy Spirit or an angel (John
1:12, Luk 21:18).


BARBERSHOP [hair
salon]


Glory restored:- Hair
represents authority, covering and glory. A barbershop can therefore symbolize
a place where the glory of God , and your authority in Him, is restored (1 Sam
14:45, Rom 12:18, Job 39:12).


Church:- It can refer to
a place where the covering of sin, rebellion and the occult is removed from a
person1.


BARN


Warm safe place:- Jesus
was born in a barn. A place of provision, a warm safe place where you can revel
in the presence of the Holy Spirit (Matt 6:26, Job 39:12).


Providing:- A call to
make provision for times of need.


Worldly investment:- A
barn normally contains hay [which represents flesh and
worldly desires] and can therefore represent your natural inclination to
invest in worldly things (Mat 6:19, Luke 12:18).


BARRIER [wall,
fence]


God’s protection:- This
can show having a fence [wall] of protection around
you and that you will not be overwhelmed. God, our wall of protection (Is 26:1,
Is 60:18). Trust in the Lord and in His protection (Jer 15:20, Job 38:20). It
can symbolize the Church as a protection to the nations (Song 8:9-10). God’s
ordinances as a protection to the Church (Song 2:9; Is 5:5).


Boundary:- It can also
show that you have reached the boundary [limit] of
the expansion of your ministry or business. If you continue with an export
drive you will not succeed (Jer 5:22, Job 26:10).


Place of safety:- Place
of protection and safety (Nahum 2:5, Zech 2:5). The New Jerusalem (Rev 21:12,
Rev 21:14, 17-21).


Salvation:- Salvation
(Is 26:1, Is 60:18).


Self-defence:- Someone
building a fence of defence around themselves, meaning they are hiding their
true self.


Separation:- Designed as
separation or partition between the children of God and the unsaved (Ez 43:8,
Eph 2:14).


Self-protection:- It can
be a symbol of own or self-protection, or refer to trusting things or people
more than trusting the Lord (Deut 28:52, Is 22:11). The rich man’s wealth,
which he sees as protection in his conceit (Prov 18:11).


False doctrines:- False
or evil doctrines built around people by the church or ministry, to control or
manipulate them (Ezr 4:12, Job 24:11).


Obstacle:- Obstacle or
limitation. Can also be seen as an obstacle which prevents you from doing that
which the Lord has called you to do.


- Breach in barrier


Exposed:- To expose that
which is hidden (1 Cor 14:25).


Spiritual insight:- The
Holy Spirit giving insight into a problem which could have caused you harm (Ex
31:3).


Weakness:- An opening or
weak place in your protection and defence that can be used by the enemy to
attack you (Ez 26:20, Is 30:13).


- No barrier


No protection:- To be
open to attacks from the enemy, not prepared for the challenges facing us in
the world on a daily basis (Deut 28:52, Neh 1:3, Neh 2:12-17).


- Whitewashed barrier


Hiding deceit:- Even
though it looks pure, it hides evil, deceit and sin (Acts 23:3, Ez 13:10).


Hypocrisy:- Hypocrisy [you are like white washed wall] (Mat 23:17).


- Untempered barrier


False prophet:- The
teaching of false prophets (Ez 13:10-15).


- Red barrier


Religious spirit:- Can
point to a religious spirit, or the outward religious appearance being more
important than a relationship with God (Jam 1:26).


BARRISTER [lawyer,
advocate]


Your defender:- It is a
promise from the Lord that He will send someone to defend and argue on your
behalf, or will enable you to defend yourself [through
guidance by the Holy Spirit]. It can be a friend, mentor, financier or
advisor (1 Joh 2:1).


Jesus:- It can represent
Jesus Himself [representing your advocate before the
judgment throne of God] (1 John 2:1, Zech 12:1, Is 38:6). The Lord may
be indicating that you should not despair. He is interceding on your behalf
before the Father. Have faith, for He is with you.


BASEMENT


Sinful area:- The person
may be hiding a sinful area, shortcomings in his personality, or background, in
the hope of it not being discovered (Lev 4:13, Jos 7:21).


Suppressed trauma:- It
is also possible that a traumatic experience has been suppressed to such an
extent that it can no longer even be remembered. It will need the leading of
the Holy Spirit for the issue to surface before it can be dealt with (Is 28:15,
Ps 102:20, Job 17:4).


BASKET


Provision:- Originally
developed for holding bread [the Word of God] it can
therefore be seen as a place where God provides for you (Ex 29:23).


Miraculous provision:-
The fruit or harvest of a miraculous provision (Mat 16:9, Deut 28:5, Matt
15:37).


- Basket with eggs


Kept safe:- You are
protected and kept safe by the Lord until He births or resurrects your ministry
or business (Num 9:2).


- Empty basket


Loneliness:- Can show
that you are not spending enough time in the Word of God, or are experiencing
emptiness and loneliness (Gen 40:17, Deut 28:17).


- Full basket


Abundant provision:-
Abundant provision of spiritual and/or physical things (2 Cor 12:7).


Revelations:- You can
expect Word [Rhema] revelations meant especially for
you (Ex 34:6).


BAT [night
bird/animal]


Secret works:- As a bat
operates under the cover of darkness, it can symbolize secret and evil works
(Eph 5:12).


Witchcraft:- It is often
associated with witchcraft and demonic activities (Mat 15:22, Lev 11:13).


Medium:- It can refer to
a person who communicates with the dead1 (Lev 20:6, 27, Lev 19:31, 1 Sam 28:7,
2 King 21:6, Is 8:19, 20, Is 19:3).


Judgment:- It can point
to the judgment of God for those that drink blood [vampires]
(Lev 3:17).


Fear:- It can point to the presence of fear and instability1.


BAT [cricket,
baseball]


Receiving end:- An
argument or confrontation where you are on the receiving end and have to ward
off a verbal attack (Job 17:2, 2 Cor 12:10).


BATH


Instrument of change:-
Symbolic of an instrument of change. Place where you rid yourself from sin and
iniquity (Act 22:16).


BATHING [shower]


Cleansing:- Shows that
you are cleansed when you repent of your sins before the Lord and people (1
John 2:27).


Atoned by the Blood:-
Cleansed by the atoning Blood of Jesus Christ (Luk 4:27, Ps 51:12).


Temptation:- It can also
be a warning of temptation(2 Sam 11:2)1.


BATHROOM [toilet]


Place of repentance:- It
shows that you are at the place of repentance and cleansing (Mar 1:44). Can
refer to a person that desires to repent of sin and iniquity.


Cleansed from sin:- A
place or ministry where you can be cleansed and healed from sin (Luk 5:24).


Restoration:- Where you
can receive restoration by the Blood of Jesus (Is 1:16, 2 Sam 16:3).


Inner cleansing:- Place
[you are ready for] or ministry where you can be
cleansed [delivered] and healed from barriers to
wholeness [repentance of sins such as unforgiveness,
bitterness, hatred and prejudice].


Restoration:- Place
where you can receive restoration by the blood of Jesus (Is 1:16; 2 Sam 16:3).


Unclean words:- Caution
that the person is talking nonsense [unclean words]
(Ecc 5:3).


BATTERY [charged]


Full of Holy
Spirit:- A motivated and
energized person enthused by, and infused with, the power of the Holy Spirit
(Jude 1:20).


- Flat battery


Spiritual weakness:-
Feeling spiritually weak, tired and in need of prayer and inspiration (Gal
6:1).


BEAM [wooden]


Support:- A support
structure which keeps your spiritual cover in place (1 Thes 5:14).


Jesus:- A beam can also
represent Jesus Who is the beam [or pillar] that
keeps the church standing (Rev 3:12).


Self-righteous attitude:-
It shows someone who has a self-righteous attitude and is blinded from
recognizing his own faults (Mat 7:5).


BEAR


Fearless:- A bear can
represent a fearless and powerful person who is always ready to fight for the
Lord, or act in obedience to His Word (Job 41:33).


Survive:- Just as a bear
can survive a whole winter without eating, such a person can survive during
serious hardship with patience without being defeated (2 Tim 4:5, Jam 5:11).


Strength of character:-
Represents strength of character (Amos 5:19, 2 Samuel 17:8).


Passive manipulation:-
Passive manipulation.


Angry person:- A bear
can symbolize a person or situation, which looks clumsy and non-threatening,
but can be angry, bitter and even dangerous underneath. A person who withdraws
(2 Pet 2:1), who hides from circumstances, with a negative attitude and
difficult to communicate with. Such a person would often harbour a grudge.


Evil person:- The harsh
nature of a bear can represent an evil person, or the presence of a curse (1
Sam 17:34, 2 Sam 17:8).


Caution:- Be careful if
you see a bear when having to take serious financial decisions (Job 9:9).


- Brown bear


Lazy person:- Can show a
lazy, worldly person who is disobedient or dishonest in his financial dealings
(Prov 10:4).


- Polar bear [white bear]


Introvert:- Shows an
introverted person who prefers to be on their own (Ps 68:6).


Hesitant:- A person that
would rather hesitate than to make quick financial decisions (John 4:35, Ez
12:28).


Not dealing with issues:-
It can also indicate not being prepared to deal with anger and bitterness [puts it on ice] but to rather wait for certain conditions
to be fulfilled (Is 38:15, Ez 12:25).


BEARD


Strength:- Symbolizes
strength (Is 40:31, Ps 29:11, Judg 16:17).


Respected:- To be
respected and valued. Shows that it is a wise and dignified person (2 Sam
10:4).


Mature:- In the natural
[especially traditional African] sense it represents
a respected and mature person, respected for his manhood, wisdom and authority.
This can also be related to spiritual maturity and righteousness of heart (Ex
31:2).


Spiritual maturity:- Can
be related to a person that is spiritually mature and at peace with God1.


- Grey beard


Wise:- In the natural a
person with a grey beard can represent a wise person with a lot of knowledge
that was developed over time (Ex 28:3).


Flesh:- Grey normally
refers to the flesh and works of the flesh. Therefore this can show all that
you do are based on fleshly desires and worldly motivations (2 Cor 10:2).


- Half shaved beard


Ridiculed:- Feeling
ridiculed [to be shamed] or being made an object of
ridicule (2 Sam 10:4).


- Rough untrimmed beard


Grief:- Grief. Shows the
person is in mourning (2 Sam 19:24).


- Rough unshaven beard


More time needed:- This
shows that you are not spending enough time with the Lord (Is 52:10).


- Spittle on the beard


Unwise:- It is a caution
that you are insulting yourself through your [unwise]
actions (1 Sam 21:13, Deut 32:6).


Disgraceful:- It can
also refer to a disgraceful act (1 Sam 21:13).


- Shaving off the beard


Away with unfaithful:-
Can also show the hand of God that sweeps away the authority of the unfaithful
(Is 7:20).


Disgrace:- It can show
that you are involved in a disgraceful act, or things which cause you to lose
God’s help and grace (Is 40:31, Ps 29:11, Judg 16:17).


Healing:- It can signify
the end of a disease or sickness. Someone who was healed and is now ready to
resume normal life (Lev 14:9, Lev 21:5).


Loss of grace:- Involved
in a disgraceful act, or things which cause the loss of God’s assistance and
grace (Is 40:31, Ps 29:11, Judg 16:17).


Weakness:- Sign of
weakness (Judg 16:17).


Mourning:- Someone in
mourning, or crushed in spirit (Is 7:20, Is 15:2, Jer 11:5, Jer 48:37).


Sickness:- Symbolizes
sickness or disease (Lev 13:29-33, Lev 14:9).


Authority swept away:-
Can also show the hand of God that sweeps away the unfaithful’s authority (Is
7:20).


- Trimming of a beard


Proud:- Can symbolize a
proud and superstitious person (Lev 19:27).


Unacceptable:- Can also
show involvement in false or foreign things which are not acceptable to God
(Lev 19:27, Lev 21:5).


- White beard


Holiness:- White
represents holiness and purity. A white beard can therefore symbolize
righteousness and a pure heart (Rev 1:14).


BEAUTY
SHOP


Rounded off:- A person,
business or ministry is being rounded off.


Character shaped:-
Character is being shaped in the image of God (Prov. 31:30).


Vain:- A vain person
impressed by worldly and fleshly things who is often proud and self-centred (Ex
33:5).


BEAVER


Hard worker:- A hard
working person who prepares himself for times of need in a well-planned and
structured manner (Prov 10:4).


Preparing:- It can also
point to a person who is actively preparing for the coming of the Bridegroom
(Matt 25:1-5).


BED


Prophetic ministry:- A
bed is a private place where you sleep and dream and can therefore show a call
to, or involvement in a prophetic type ministry [prophecy,
dreams, visions] (1 Sam 3:3).


Intimacy:- It is a
private place where married people are intimate. It can also refer to a place
of intimacy with God1.


Prayerful:- It is a
place where many people kneel to pray and reflect (Ps 4:4) and can therefore
symbolize a prayerful attitude before God.


Restored:- It can also
show that you are being restored from sickness and despair (Ps 41:3). A place
of rest and peace.


Supported:- Lying on the
bed can show that you are being supported, upheld and sustained.


Calmness:- It reflects
calmness of soul, resting in the soothing and gentle favour of the Lord.


Godly thoughts:-
Thoughts [meditation on the Word of God] of God (Ps
63:6, Ps 42:8).


Mysteries revealed:- A
place where God reveals the mysteries that He wants to unlock for you (2 Kings
4:10).


Comfort:- In the natural
it can show that the person is comfortable and relaxed (Est. 7:8, Ez 23:41, Amo
2:8).


Laziness:- This can show
that a person is lazy and late to get up and get to work (Prov 6:9, Prov 6:10).


Scheming:- A place where
evil scheming is done, can also point to superfluities, adultery, and
uncleanness (Amos 6:4, Ez 13:18).


- Bed in church


Prophetic revelations:-
Prophetic revelations of God to the Church or to a local congregation (Jer
11:3, Gal 3:15).


Lazy leader:- Laziness
of the church leadership, or leadership being asleep (Prov 6:9, Prov 6:10) and
not doing what God called them to do (Jona 1:1-3).


- Bed thrown over


Division:- This can
point to division or disruption of covenant or contractual relationship. It can
also refer to adultery or a third person in a marriage relationship.


- Double bed


Marriage bed:- This
signifies the marriage bed [place of intimacy] (Ecc
4:9-12, Amo 3:3) which is a covenant, but it can also be a reminder of your
covenant with God (Ps 111:9, Is 55:3).


- Lying on bed


Receiving revelations:-
Can show that someone is receiving prophetic revelations or blessings from God
(2 Kings 4:10, Deut 24:13, Jer 23:25).


- Rising from bed


Ready to work:- Ready to
begin the work God has called you to do. Time of rest and inactivity is over
(Mar 14:15).


- Self-made
bed


Own ability:- Refers to
a person that depends on his own skill and ability.


- Turning over in bed [rolling around]


Not at peace:- Not at
peace with God. Not comfortable with the covenant relationship.


Marriage problems:- Can
also signify problems in the marriage (Heb 13:4).


BEDROOM [rooms]


Isolated:- The bedroom
is a place where you are isolated from the world and other influences.


Worship:- Place of
fellowship or union in worship (Rom 8:9, 1 Cor 3:16, 2 Cor 13:14).


Place of prayer:- It is normally
a peaceful place where you can openly and freely pray and meditate on the Word
of God.


Ministry in church:- If
the Lord shows you a bedroom in a house it can mean a ministry in a church or a
denomination.


- House without bedrooms [house].


No Gifts
allowed:- A church or ministry where flowing in the gifts of the Spirit
is not allowed (Jud 1:18).


BEE [honeybee]


Commitment:- Can show
commitment and preparedness to achieving the team’s objectives (Num 25:13) by
liking to be involved in, working as part of, and defending the team.


Blessings:- A person
delivering blessings from God (Lev 20:24).


Healing thoughts:-
Symbolic of changing your mind-set to an attitude of healing and deliverance.


Holiness:- A call to be
holy in order to receive God’s promises 2 [promised land of
milk and honey].


Self-effort:- A bee can
represent striving and self-effort, continuously searching for, and collecting
worldly things (Job 18:7, Amos 6:13).


Self-glorifying:- It can
also point to self-glorifying, or sharp words and thoughts which can hurt and
cause damage (Ps 118:12, Prov 15:27).


BEGGAR [vagrant]


Lost soul:- Refers to
lost souls or spiritually dead people, but can also point to emotional and
spiritual poverty. It shows the need for healing and restoration (Is 61:2-5).


BELLS


Warning:- Bells
traditionally represented a warning, or a call to assemble. The Lord may be
warning you that He is “ringing” in a new season in your life.


Danger:- A warning of
oncoming danger (Jer 6:10).


Call to change:- A call
to prepare you for change (Phil 3:21).


- Small bells


Consecration:- Small
bells can reflect the consecration of things to God [the
presence of God] or can be associated with bells on the sacred dress of
the priests (Zech 14:20, Ex 28:33, 34, Ex 39:25, 26).


Pride:- Can also
symbolize the vanity and pride of religious leaders [bells
on cloaks] (1 Cor 13:1).


BELLY [stomach]


Strength:- Strength and
force (Job 40:16).


Spiritual centre:- A
person’s spiritual and emotional centre (Prov 20:27, John 7:38).


Sensuality:- It can also
point to sensuality and a person’s appetite (Phil 3:19) or the presence of
fornication and lust (1 Cor 6:13).


BELT [waistband,
girdle]


Trustworthy:- Symbolizes
an honest and trustworthy person (Eph 6:14).


Ready to serve:-
Readiness to serve, protect and enter into spiritual warfare (Is 11:5).


Clinging to God:-
It is also shows a representative of God who clings to Him, thereby glorifying
God in all that he does (Jer 13:11).


- Dirty belt


Proud:- It shows that it
is a proud person who is a good for nothing in the Kingdom of the Lord (Jer
13:7).


Stubborn:- An evil and
stubborn person who refuses to hear the words of the Lord and serves other gods
(Jer 13:7-10).


- Golden belt


Priestly duties:- Can
show that the person is called to serve with priestly duties (Ex 28:9).


BELT
BUCKLE


Integrity:- It
represents the truth that holds together your life of integrity and honesty
(Prov 2:9).


- Fancy belt buckle


Superficial:- False and
superficial “truth” that misleads people (Ps 120:3).


BERYL [jewel]


Transparent:- A hard,
light green or bluish-green stone symbolizing someone who is transparent but
who will not easily break, thereby showing his true character.


Beauty:- It also
represents beauty, a beautiful person (Ez 36:26, Dan 10:6, Ez 1:16, Rev 21:20).


BESTIALITY
ACT


Sexual iniquity:- Can
represent a person with abnormal sexual appetites.


Fleshly defilement:- Can
also indicate involvement in unnatural fleshly activities (Ex 22:19, Lev
18:23).


BIBLE [book,
scroll]


Wisdom:- It can point to
wisdom and revelation (Dan 15:16).


Answers to life:- To go
and search for answers in the Word of God. A call to receive teaching or
revelation from the Word (Phil 3:15).


BICYCLE


Small business:- An
individual starting a small business or ministry.


Persevere:- A call to
persevere in prayer [keep on pedalling] (1 Cor
14:15).


Self-effort:- Trying to
achieve something [or establish a new ministry]
through own or self-effort (Gal 5:4, Rom 10:3).


Individualist attitude:-
An individualist attitude which does not easily trust, or work with others [not a team player] (Rev 3:17).


Soulish attitude:- A
person whose actions are dictated by their emotions [soulish]
and not being led by the Spirit (Is 50:11, Is 64:6).


- Bicycle for two [tandem]


Partnership:- Points to
a business or ministry partnership [pedalling together]
or two people praying together (2 Cor 6:1).


Fleshly efforts:-
Business [or other] partnership established through
fleshly efforts and not under the guidance of the Holy Spirit (Jer 17:4-6).


- Black bicycle


Discouraged:-
Discouragement due to failure [unable to succeed]
after trying to do things through own efforts (Is 42:4).


Unbelief:- It can also
show a person who does not believe his prayers will be answered [giving up on prayer] (1 Sam 16:2).


- Riding uphill, in sand
or in mud


Difficulty:- This can
point to difficulty, worldliness or and effort to work out life’s difficulties
by your own effort. It can also refer to self-righteousness and religion.


- Paper delivery cyclist


Angel:- It can indicate
the presence of and angel or a representative of the Lord bringing you a message
(Gen 16:7, Gen 24:7).


Spirit revelation:- It
can be a reminder for you to listen to a message that was given to you by the
Holy Spirit [who is in you].


Jesus:- It can also
represent Jesus who came as a messenger to prepare the way for us (Mal 3:1, Luk
7:27, Mark 1:2).


BIKINI


Inadequate covering:-
Can show spiritual unpreparedness or inadequate spiritual covering, to do what
you are called to do (2 Co 5:2,3, Mat 21:7, Mat 24:18, Mat 26:65, Luk 8:27, Mat
22:11, Mat 7:15).


Lust:- Can also reveal a
spirit of lust (Prov 6:25, 1 Cor 10:13).


BINGO


Pleasant conclusion:- Negotiations
or business activities that you have been involved in may come to an unexpected
and pleasant conclusion (Prov 24:14).


New business idea:- You
may also be surprised by a new business concept or initiative (1 Cor 9:24).


BINOCULARS


Prophetic revelation:-
Looking at something which is far off or in the future, which points to a
visionary or a prophetic revelation (Deut 29:29).


Better understanding:-
As binoculars are used to see better it can show revelation or better
understanding about something that you have been struggling with (Ex 31:3, John
16:13).


Rely on own insight:- A
person using binoculars can show that he relies on his own insights and
abilities (Ps 49:20).


BIRDS [see
also different kinds of birds e.g. eagle]


Special message:- Seeing
a bird may mean that you can expect a special message or prophetic word [a little bird whispered into my ear] (Job 12:7, John 1:32,
Matt 10:29, John 16:13).


Freedom:- Birds can
symbolize freedom and exploration (Lev 14:53, Prov 6:5, Ps 124:7) or represent
the provision and presence of the Holy Spirit (Ps 104, 17, Ez 32:4, Mat 6:26).


Purposeful:- Can be a
purposeful person (Is 46:11).


Prophecy:- The
twittering of birds can represent false prophecy [a little
bird whispered into my ear] (Ecc 10:20).


Soulish desires:- It can
be associated with soulish desires or activities (Prov 27:8) or may show
mindless and ignorant activities, without insight or understanding (Prov 7:23,
Hos 9:11, Jer 12:9).


Anxious:- An anxious and
fearsome person (Hos 11:11, Lam 3:52).


- Birds nesting


Trusting person:- Birds
nesting or sitting in a tree can represent a trusting and secure person (Mat
13:32, Mark 4:32, Luk 13:19).


- Birds singing


Joyful:- Can show a
happy, joyful and relaxed person. A spirit of expectation (Job 28:7).


- Birds flying


Warring angels:- It can
be a promise of warring angels defending and delivering you (Is 31:5).


- Black bird


Hopelessness:- Can
represent feelings of hopelessness and destruction (Ez 37:19).


Spirit of darkness:- It
can be a spirit of darkness, whispering lies and deceit in a person’s ears,
causing him to feel defeated, demotivated and angry (Ps 62:4, 1 Sam 17:11).


- Bird cage


Trapped:- Can show
feeling trapped in circumstances with no freedom to express yourself on
important matters. A message which cannot go forth (Ez 19:9).


- Mocking bird


Humiliating others:-
Someone who is inclined to humiliating others (Luk 23:11, Mark 15:31).


- Speckled bird


Persecuted:- A person
who feels people are against him, feels rejected and persecuted (Jer 12:9).


BIRTH


New authority:- The Lord
is telling you to walk in the new level of authority which you have been
birthed into.


New revelation:- God
wants you to be a steward over the revelation that you have received so He can
use you to a greater dimension. You have to birth the revelation in order to
have an empty womb, prepared for a new season.


Immature person:- A new
or young Christian or spiritually immature person (John 3:3-8).


A new beginning:- The
Lord is doing a new thing in your life. A new beginning. A spiritual change is
being established in your life (1 Peter 3:5).


Prophetic revelation:-
It can also represent prophetic revelation to show that you have to take
stewardship of the spiritual gifts God has given you.


New move of the Spirit:-
It can also represent a new move or manifestation of the Holy Spirit in your
life (Luk 1:14).


Change:- The new thing
or changes that you are expecting are being established [birthed]
in the natural (1 Cor 15:51). It points to passing from one state or form to
another.


Succession:- Succession
of one thing in the place of another. To alter and to renew, for example a
change of mind (Hab 1:11), change of name (2 King 24:17), change of behaviour
(Dan 2:21).


New ministry:- It can
also be a new ministry, work or business that has been prepared for you.


Recreated:- It can even
be that God is making you a new creation [as a child]
(Ps 127:3). Someone being born again or ready to be born again (Is 66:8, Act
2:41).


- Caesarean birth


Dramatic intervention:-
This refers to a dramatic intervention that will enable or facilitate your
release into the spiritual. Because of your inability to be released into the
spiritual dimension, the Great Physician [God] will
[through His Spirit] intervene in order to enable
this release [or birthing it].


Submit to God:-
What He requires of you is to make yourself available and submit to Him [onto the operating table] so that His Spirit can assist
you. This may require a time of fasting and separation to quieten your mind and
spirit in submission to the Lord (2 Sam 22:45, Jam 4:7).


- Baby born dead or
miscarriage


Lack of growth:- It can
show that the seed which was planted did not grow and multiply. Fruit cannot be
expected.


Failure of dream:- It
can point to a dream or vision of the heart that will not be achieved or which
will fail before it has been established [such as a housing
project which is liquidated before the new owner can take occupation]
(Ps 58:8, Jam 1:15).


BIRTHDAY


Reminder:- The place from
which one came, a former state, condition or station (Heb 10:32, Mal 3:4).


Turn back:- It can be a
call from God to turn back to Him (2 Chron 30:6, Is 31:6, Jer 3:12, 14, 22, Hos
6:1).


BITUMEN [tar]


Worldliness:- Used to
cover dirt roads [worldliness and flesh] it can
therefore point to receiving the ability to overcome the influence of the world
and a fleshly lifestyle.


Negative influences:- The
black colour of tar can refer to the impact of negative influences (Is 34:8-9).


BLADDER


Inner cleansing:- Can
indicate being relieved of that which has been rejected by your body [the Temple of God]. It can therefore show that you are
being [or have the need to be] cleansed from inner [hidden] sins (2 Kings 18:27).


Consequences of sin:-
Can represent the consequences of inner sin and bitterness that you are not
submitting to the forgiving heart of God (2 Chron 21:15, Gen 4:7).


BLANKET [duvet,
sleeping bag]


Covering:- A blanket
covers you while you are in a subconscious state [sleep and
dream] and provides warmth, comfort and protection while you rest (Job
33:13-17). It therefore symbolizes the spiritual covering, protection and
anointing of the Holy Spirit where the Lord is giving you dreams and
revelations (Ex 22:27, Heb 1:12).


Blanket on bed [or
covering something]:- It refers to the grace of God
that is covering you. It can also be a warning that sin needs to be uncovered
so that it is brought under the grace of God. Things covered can be adultery,
unfaithfulness or sin1.


BLAZER [waistcoat,
jacket, coat]


Qualify:- To qualify for
the task [to be released].


Authority:- A symbol of
belonging or authority [in the Name of Jesus] (Matt
10:1, Gal 3:27, John 19:2, 5).


Baptised into Jesus:-
Shows that someone is being baptized into Jesus Christ (Gal 3:27).


Lord’s favour:- The
favour of the Lord. Covered by the favour of the Lord which brings feelings of
decency, warmth, being loved and comforted (Job 31:20).


Anointed:- Anointed for
a prophetic office or given authority (1 King 19:19, 2 King 2:8, 13, 14).


Righteousness:- To be
clothed with the armour of God. To have a righteous heart. It reveals the heart
of someone who lives out this righteousness in a practical manner (Prov 31:13).


Qualified for the task:-
Symbolic of a person that is qualified for the task [ready
to be released].


Authority:- It is also a
symbol of belonging or symbol of authority [in the Name of
Jesus] (Gal 3:27 John 19:2, 5).


- Blazer with elbow
cushions


False prophet:- It is a
caution that the person is a false prophet. Promising peace that will not come
(Ez 13:10, 18).


- Brown Leather blazer


Abusing authority:- This
can show abusing a position of authority to benefit own or personal interests,
or building own image to benefit own or personal interests (1 Sam 13:14).


- Goat or camel hair
blazer


Humility:- Symbolic of a
very humble person, denying himself worldly benefits (Mat 3:4).


Poverty spirit:- Can
indicate the presence of a poverty spirit (Mat 3:4).


- Leather blazer


Provision:- A blazer of
skin can be seen as God’s providing for us even though we have sinned (Gen
3:21; Heb 11:37).


- Purple blazer


Clothed in authority:-
Purple is a symbol of authority. The purple blazer can be likened to the coat [jacket] that Jacob gave Joseph as a symbol of his love and
affection. A purple blazer can therefore indicate that the person feels loved,
clothed in authority and joy (Gen 37:3).


- Torn blazer


Stripped:- Points to the
stripping of a person from a position of authority.


Grief:- It points to
grief, shame and confusion (Ezra 9:3).


- White Leather blazer


Honoured:- It shows that
the Lord will honour your humility, wash away your sins and place you in a
position of authority [righteousness in Christ] (Dan
4:34, Is 59:17).


- Woollen blazer


Diligence:- Can indicate
a diligent person, or someone called to a pastoral ministry (Prov 27:26, Prov
31:13).


Praise:- Garment of
praise for the spirit of heaviness (Is 61:3). It also represents glory and
beauty (Ex. 28:40). God’s covering and protection (Gen 3:21).


Loot:- Disfigurement,
loot (John 19:23. Job 30:18).


BLEEDING [blood]


Unhealed emotional wounds:-
Someone still suffering from the consequences of unhealed emotional wounds and
anguish.


Unforgiveness:- It can
also symbolize unforgiveness towards those who have hurt [or
caused harm] you (Dan 6:23, Mar 4:17, Ps 147:3).


BLIND(NESS)


Spiritual blindness:-
Can symbolize spiritual blindness, meaning a person is unable to learn or
understand spiritual truth (Is 43:8, Is 6:9, Is 29:9).


Self-righteousness:- It
may also point to self-righteousness and a know-it-all attitude (1 Sam 12:3).


BLONDE


Unsound:- This word
occurs in Lev 13 to describe leprous hair (Lev 13:30) and therefor yellow or
blonde hair can be regarded as a sign of unsoundness (Lev 13:31).


Softness:- From a
natural perspective it can be seen as softness and gentleness.


BLOOD


Symbolic:- Blood has
significant symbolic value and is referred to in various contexts throughout
Scripture.


Life:- It can signify
life (Gen 9:4, Lev 17:11, 14, Lev 19:16, Deut 12:23, Mat 27:4, 24).


Sin offering:- A
sacrifice or sin offering (Heb 9:22, Lev 4:5, Lev 4:6, 17).


New covenant:- The new
Covenant in Christ (Mat 26:28, Mar 14:24, Luk 22:20, Joh 6:53-56, Joh 19:34,
Act 20:28, Rom 3:24, 25, Rom 5:9, 1 Cor 10:16, 1 Cor 11:25, Eph 2:13-16).


Cleansing:- Cleansing
(Ez 43:20).


Victory:- Victory over
the enemy (Ps 58:10, Eph 1:7).


Protection:- It can be
the promise of being covered or protected by the Blood of Jesus (Ex 12:7-23,
Heb 11:28) or a reminder of the new covenant or agreement in Christ through the
Cross (Ex 24:6-8).


Cure:- Blood can
represent the presence of a plague or curse (Ex 7:17- 25, Ps 78:44, Ps 105:29).


Call for revenge:- Blood
spilt on the ground refers to a spiritual or natural call for revenge (Ez
35:6).


Guilt:- It can also
point to guilt in a person’s life (Lev 20:9, 2 Sam 1:16, Ez 18:13).


- Blood transfusion


New life:- The Lord is
giving new life to something that is dead (Gen 9:4, Lev 17:11, 14, Lev 19:16,
Deut 12:23, Mat 27:4, 24).


Redemption:- It can
refer to redemption by the Blood of Christ (Ex 12:7- 23, Heb 11:28).


BLOW
FLY


Evil spirit:- Evil
spirit (1 Sam 16:23).


Sin:- Evidence of sin in
a person’s life23 (Ps 105:31, Ex 8:24).


BLUE [colours
- tribe of Dan - sapphire]


Heavenly revelations:-
The heavens are blue, therefore blue can be likened to spiritual [heavenly] revelations.


Divine revelation:- It
can be a call to be attentive to a message from God, or to receive divine
revelation.


Blessings:- It is a
friendly colour and therefore represents good will and blessings.


Holy Spirit:-
The Holy Spirit (Judg 13:25, Num 4:7).


Deity:- It is a symbol
of deity (Ex 24:10, Ex 25:3, 4, Ex 26:1, Ex 28:28, 37, Ex 38:18, Ex 39:1-5, 21,
24, 29, 31, Num 4:5-12, Num 15:38-40, 2 Chron 2:7, 14, 2 Chron 3:14, Jer 10:9,
Ez. 1:26, Ez 10:1).


Idolatry:- It can be a
warning of idolatry in a person’s life (2 King 10:29) [normally
associated with a dark blue colour].


Downhearted:- It can
refer to the proverb - “feeling blue” meaning downhearted, cast down,
discouraged or depressed (Job 41:9, Ps 42:5, Ps 43:5).


BOAT


Your life:- A boat is
normally used for fishing, leisure or traveling and can point to your life, a
ministry, an activity or an enterprise which you may currently be involved in
or soon will be (Matt 13:2, 2 Chron 9:21, Matt 4:20).


- Bow of boat


Future vision:- As the
bow is at the front it points to breaking into something new or to be at the
forefront of a new activity or project. If you are seen standing on the bow, it
can symbolize looking into the future, getting a vision of what is waiting
ahead (Luk 8:22).


- Fishing boat


Evangelization:-
Represents an evangelistic ministry. If you are the captain of the boat, the
Lord will use you as an evangelist to go out into the world and bring lost
souls into God’s Kingdom (Matt 4:19, Mark 1:17, Is 60:9).


- Pleasure boat


Leisure and relaxation:-
It represents relaxation and leisure and can symbolize someone at rest in the
Lord and relaxed in their circumstances (Is 32:18).


- Powerboat


Powerful and energetic person:-
This can represent someone with lots of drive and energy working relentlessly
towards a set target. It can also represent a strong drive in business or
ministry (Gen 31:6, Deut 8:17, Act 1:8).


Strong worldly influence:-
The powerful engine can signify a person’s reliance on worldly power and might
and not on the power of the Holy Spirit, opening doors to worldly influences
(Zech 4:6).


- Row boat or rowing the
boat


Personal power:- Pushed forward
by self-will and fleshly power and not by the power of the Holy Spirit.
Therefore it can represent the works of the flesh, where you do your own thing.
It means that your ministry is not guided by the Holy Spirit but strongly
propelled by the spirit of man (2 Tim 4:2).


- Sailboat


Holy Spirit
led ministry:- It can represent a business, ministry, person or project
powered and directed by the Holy Spirit, which means He is guiding and leading
the person’s life (Zech 4:6, Ps 18:10).


- Small boat


Personal teaching ministry:-
This symbolizes a small or personal teaching ministry (Mark 3:9).


- Three level [deck] boat


Levels of maturity:- As
with a house or building, different levels or floors refer to different levels
of maturity in the natural or spiritual. As a boat refers to your life, the
three levels [decks] [perfect
union] can point to maturity, wisdom and discernment in the natural, and
the ability to see, hear and discern at different levels in the spiritual as
well (Num 12:6).


Higher level of prophetic
gifting:- It can show that the Lord is raising you up to function in the
prophetic gifts, to see, hear and discern in the spiritual and interpret what
He is saying under the guidance of the Holy Spirit (Rom 12:6).


- Well preserved boat


Spiritually healthy person:-
Something neat, clean and well preserved normally represents spiritual health,
therefore this can show that the person, business or ministry is spiritually
healthy. It also refers to a righteous person (Matt 13:43).


- Canoe


Warrior-like activity:-
Can be associated with a warrior-like and challenging activity. You are
competing in order to win (John 21:9).


- Red canoe


Relentless challenges:-
The colour red can represent danger, anger and hate, meaning that there may
come relentless challenges against the business, ministry or person with the
aim to conquer and cause harm (Rev 9:19).


- Submarine


Under-cover ministry to the
unreached:- Can be used to take the Gospel into those countries where it
is forbidden. Therefore it can symbolize a call to missionary work in unreached
and closed countries (2 Pet 3:5).


Hidden danger:- As a
submarine operates under the water it can represent a hidden danger or threat
(Matt 10:26). Something dangerous and hidden from view which can harm your
business, ministry or career without you expecting it or being warned of it.


BODY


- Naked body


Revealed:- It can show
that you have nothing to hide, or is prepared to risk the exposure of your
deepest feelings to others (John 3:20).


No baggage:- To be
without baggage. No burden, sin or iniquity holding you back.


Stripped:- Stripped of
your old nature. Ready to put on a new garment, new nature (Zech 3:3-4).


Righteousness:- The
garment of righteousness (Zech 3:4).


Shame:- Symbolic of
shame or to be shamed (Rev 3:18, Rev 16:15). Shame and humiliation (Is 20:2- 4,
Lam 1:8, Hos 2:3, Nah 3:5).


Unprepared:- Unprepared
for what must be done. Inadequate preparation or without spiritual armour (Eph
6:11-17). Passiveness.


Sin exposed:- A person’s
sinful life and deeds have been exposed (John 3:20). Aware of sin in your life
(Gen 3:7, Job 22:6, 1 Cor 4:11). Uncovering of sin (Ez 23:29).


Breaking loose:- To
break loose or to cast away restraint (1 Cor 4:11, Ex 32:25, 2 Chron 28:19).


Perversion:- Homosexual
and perverted thoughts, or involvement in such activities (Gen 9:22-23, Hab
2:15). Vulnerable to the attacks of the enemy.


Soul exposed:- Nakedness
in your soul.


Unrighteous:- Not
clothed with the righteousness of Christ (Rev 3:18).


- Dead body


Dead to sin:- To be dead
to sin and worldly influences (Rom 4:19, James 2:26), meaning the person has
repented and received new life in Jesus (Rom 6:11, 13).


Spiritual death:- It can
represent spiritual death. The person has given up on God and is trying to live
without Him (Ps 49:14).


Impurity:- Points to the
presence of impurity, uncleanness and defilement (Hag 2:13).


Faith died:- Can show
that a person’s faith has died (Mat 23:27).


Business failure:- Can
point to the failure of a business, ministry or initiative.


- Arm


Deliverance:- An arm
normally signifies strength, assistance and deliverance (Ex 6:6).


Personal influence:- It
can also symbolize personal, political, organizational or military power and
influence (Deut 4:34, Is 53:1).


Strength:- Strength, and
God’s power to help you in a time of need (Ex 15:16).


Weakness:- A thin left
arm can symbolize weakness or a person trying to do things by means of own
strength and ability (Job 18:7, Amos 6:13).


- Back


Forgive:- To cast behind
the back, is to forgive and forget (Is 37:17, 38:17).


After-glow:- After-glow
of divine radiance (Ex 32:23).


Turn back:- A call from
God to turn back to Him (2 Chron 30:6, Is 31:6, Jer 3:12, 14, 22, Hos 6:1).


Past:- Something in the
past [that which is behind you].


Former state:- The place
you came from, a former state, condition or station. Times or things past, to
look back on former ages (Phil 3:13).


Turning the back:- To
turn your back on that which you have been involved in means quitting or giving
up.


Forsake:- To forsake or
to neglect or to turn the back on someone.


Absent:- To be removed
or to be absent (Zech 7:11, 12, 1 King 11:9, Ps 129).


Leaving first love:-
Leaving your first love (Rev 2:4).


Arrogance:- To act as if
you are superior to others or to treat them with contempt (Ez 23:35, Neh.
9:26).


Not listening:- It can
also signify refusing to listen, turning your back onto God or a person thereby
forsaking, or neglecting them (2 Cor 11:3, Gal 3:1-3, Gal 5:4; 7).


Out of sight:- Behind
the back is out of sight, meaning to do something in secret. Showing disloyalty
(Ps 78:57).


Opposed to:- Opposed to.
Opposition, backbiting (Ps 15:1-3, Prov 25:23, Rom 1:28, Rom 1:30, 2 Cor
12:20).


Regressing:- It can also
mean regressing and retreating, thereby not making progress.


Foolish former ways:-
Foolish former ways (Ps 85:8, 1 Cor 10:12).


- Breast [chest]


Need for nurturing:- Can
show a need for nurturing, love and care (John 13:25) or to be taken care of
(Lam 4:3).


Safe place:- It can
symbolize a place of safety and comfort (Jud 18:10).


Freemasonry:- One naked
breast of a woman can point to the workings of the queen of heaven or
Freemasonry (Job 24:9, Gen 39:7, Job 1:21).


- Naked Breasts


Jezebel:- It can also
point to seduction or a spirit that leads the eyes astray. It can also show the
presence of the spirit of Jezebel (Job 24:9, Gen 39:7, Job 1:21).


- Beating breast


Victory:- In some
cultures men would beat their breasts after beating their opponents. It can
therefore be an act of victory or glory (1 John 5:4).


Sorrow:- This often
shows that the person is experiencing intense sorrow and despair (Nah 2:7).


- Belly


Strength:- Strength and
force (Job 40:16).


Spiritual centre:- A
person’s spiritual and emotional centre (Prov 20:27, John 7:38).


Sensuality:- It can also
point to sensuality and a person’s appetite (Phil 3:19) or the presence of
fornication and lust (1 Cor 6:13).


- Left side of body


Natural influences:- The
left side refers to natural influences and action received [or coming towards] by you from other people or forces (1
Pet 2:12).


- Right side of body


Spiritual influence:-
The right side of the body refers to spiritual actions and activities coming
from someone else towards you (1 Thes 5:15).


BOIL


A curse:- This is a
caution of disobedience in a person’s life which opens a door for the presence
of a curse to attach itself onto the person (Deut 28:27).


Idolatry:- It can also
point to the consequences of idolatry in a person’s life (Lev 26:30).


BOLTS [nuts]


Holding together:-
Something which is indispensable as it holds something together (Col 2:19).


Indispensable:- Someone
who is an important part of a team, business or solution. Without this person
things can fall apart (Luk 12:48).


BOMB [dynamite,
atomic bomb]


Sudden event:- It can
represent something powerful or a sudden dramatic event that will occur and
make big and unexpected changes in a person’s life (Act 4:22).


Powerful work:- It can
represent a powerful work of the Holy Spirit in your ministry or business or
event that will occur in your life (Act 4:22, Zech 4:6, Is 48:3, Luke 10:19).


Disruption:- It can be a
warning to be careful as there is the threat of a major disruption or dangerous
situation which you will have to face.


Be cautious:- Be
prepared and cautious (Is 7:4). It can also be a threat to destroy your
business or ministry.


BONES [skeleton]


Raised up:- Being raised
up out of a condition of spiritual dryness (Prov 17:22, Gen 29:14, Ez 37:6).


End:- Bones can
symbolize the end of a business, personal or religious relationship.


Spiritual dryness:- It
can also show a period of spiritual dryness (Eph 5:14) or point to the
spiritual death of someone who has hardened their hearts against the message of
Christ (Heb 6:1).


Death:- It may even be a
warning of imminent natural death (Judg 3:25).




















BOOK [scroll,
Bible]


Word of God:-
The Word of God [Bible] (Ex 24:7).


Vision from God:-
A vision given and explained by God (Hab 2:2).


Warning from God:-
It can be God warning you to heed the instructions which He is giving you (Is
8:1).


Call to Word
study:- It can also be a call to restoration and renewal by “eating” [reading and meditating on] the Word of God (Ez 3:1).


Life’s record:- A record
of your life against which you will be judged. It can also refer to knowledge,
education or a record of certrain events1.


Call to repentance:- A
warning to repent and ask for the forgiveness of your transgressions or else
the book will be held as evidence and lead to your eternal destruction (Rev
20:12).


Curse of destruction:-
Curse of destruction over those who steal and swear falsely (Zech 5:3).


Heart:- A book can
reflect the condition of a person’s heart or his conscience1.


BOOMERANG


Return on investment:-
In a positive sense a boomerang can symbolize the return on a positive
investment such as a good deed that will be returned in kind (Luk 10:37, Col
3:17).


Backlash:- Just as a
boomerang comes back when you throw it, it can symbolize a backlash [revenge] coming against you as a result of your own
aggressive or negative actions [investments] (Est
1:18, Is 59:18).


BOOTS [shoes]


Prepared:- Boots refer
to preparedness to be a missionary or willingness to spread the Gospel of peace
(Eph 6:15).


Ready for task:-
Prepared and ready for a particular task [equipped to walk
all the way] (Luke 7:38, Matt 3:11).


- Boots removed


Mourning:- Removing
sandals and shoes in mourning (Ex 3:5, Jos 5:15, 2 Sam 15:3).


Respect:- Showing
respect for God and the holiness of His presence (Gen 14:23, Mar 1:7, Ez 16:10,
Is 9:5).


- Combat or heavy boots


Equipped:- Can show that
the person is equipped and prepared for spiritual warfare (1 Tim 1:18, 2 Cor
10:4).


- Steel-toed
boots


Gospel to insulting people:-
Prepared to spread the Gospel to people who will repay with insults [step on his toes].


God’s protection:- The
Lord will provide the required protection against the attacks of the enemy (2
Tim 2:21, 1 Cor 2:9).


BOREHOLE [water]


Source of the Holy
Spirit:- Source/place
where the Holy Spirit can be obtained (Deut 8:9, 2 Tim2:15). A place of
spiritual or physical refreshment (Matt 24:13, 1 Chron 16:11, Heb 6:12).


BOSOM [breast]


Safe place:- A place of
safety and comfort (Num 11:12).


Nurturing:- A person in
need of nurturing, love and to be taken care of (John 13:25, Lam 4:3).


BOTTLE


Provision:- It can
represent provision for times of difficulty (Gen 21:14).


Memorial:- Memorial of
grief and sadness [tears in bottle] (Ps 56:8).


- Broken bottle


Broken relationship:- A
shattered relationship [with a person or God] which
cannot be mended (Jer 19:11).


Imminent destruction:-
Warning of the imminent destruction of a business, church or relationship.


BOULDER [rock]


Christ:- Jesus Christ is
described as the rock on which the church is built (Cor 10:4). Christ
representing the capstone of the church3 (Is 28:16).


Safe place:- A place to
hide and feel secure (Ps 31:2, Ps 18:2). The Hebrew for “mighty God” is Rock
(Hab 1:12, Deut 32:4, 2 Sam 22:34).


Solid:- Steadfastness
(Ps 40:2).


Ruler:- One who rules or
is in charge (2 Sam 23:3).


Stubborn resistance:-
Can also be seen as a sign of most stubborn resistance [such
as a person who is resisting the revelations and the Word of the Lord]
Jer 23:29).


Jesus:- Can represent
Jesus [strength], the Rock of offence against which
the spirit of darkness will be broken (Zech 12:3, Zech 14:4, 6-9, 13).


Landmark:- It can
symbolize a landmark, place or person of significance [magnificent]
(Mark 13:1, 1 Sam 6:18).


Costly:- Something great
and costly (1 King 5:17, 18, 1 King 7:9-12).


Holy Spirit:-
The Holy Spirit (1 Cor 10:4) or the Kingdom of Christ (Dan 2:34, 45).


Iniquities removed:- Can
be a promise that your iniquities will be removed (Zech 3:9).


Burdened:- It can show
being burdened with something (Zech 12:3, Zech 14:4, 6-9, 13).


Idolatry:-
Representative of an idol or idolatry (Deut 4:28, Deut 28:36, 64, Deut 29:17, 2
King 19:18, Is 37:19, Ez 20:32).


Stubborn resistance:-
Can be seen as stubborn resistance [resisting the Word and
revelations of the Lord] Jer 23:29).


Stumbling block:- It can
also be a caution not to stumble when you are tempted [stone
of stumbling] (Is 8:14, Rom 9:33, 1 Pet 2:8).


- Black stone


Rejected:- It can show
suffering from rejection (Ps 118:22, Mat 21:42-44, Mar 12:10, Luk 20:17, 18,
Act 4:11, 1 Pet 2:4).


Hard hearted:- Someone
with a hardened [impenitent] heart (Ez 36:26).


- Corner stone


Grace:- Grace of God
(Zech 4:9). God will act on your behalf (Zech 10:4).


Jesus:- Jesus Christ as
the foundation of Christianity. The strength of Jesus (Acts 4:1, Ps 118:22).


- Pile of stones


Memorial:- It can be a
memorial pillar [to remember an important occasion]
(Gen 28:18-22, Gen 31:45-52, Josh 4:2-9, Josh 4:20-24, Josh 24:25, 1Sam 7:12).


- Precious stone


Preciousness:- Something
or someone precious (Ex 28:9-21, Ex 39:6-14).


Free-will offerings:-
Voluntary offerings (Ex 35:27).


Authority:- Authority (2
Sam 12:30, 1 Chron 20:2).


Blessed:- To be blessed
(Is 54:11, 12).


- Stone with 7 eyes


Jesus:- Jesus is the
Rock with 7 eyes meaning perfection in the Holy Spirit [the
7 fold Holy Spirit of God.] The 7 fold Holy Spirit of JHVH [Jehovah] (Is 11:2, Zech 4:10, Rev 4:5).


- White stone


Witness:- Witness to the
sealing of the covenant (Rev 2:17, Josh 24:25-29). Christ and the witness of
the Spirit (Rev 2:17).


- Name on stone


Saved from sin:- Your
name written on a white stone [Jesus] means to be
saved form sin, set free from judgment.


BOUQUET [flowers]


Reward:- A promise that
you will receive the reward due to you [honour and praise]
(Mat 6:6).


BOWL [pot,
pan]


Hard working person:- It
is a vessel which can be used to prepare food, wash things in it, store things
and heat water in. It can therefore signify someone who is hard-working and
willing to bring the Word of God to different people in different ways so that
they can grasp its meaning (Ps 60:8, Jer 35:5, Prov 27:3).


- Boiling bowl


Purification:- It can
symbolize purification [sanctification] (Prov 17:3,
Prov 27:21) and can also point to a burden for something or someone which is
boiling inside of you (Ps 81:6).


Heated argument:- It can
point to anger or a heated argument which is being brought to the point of
resolution or even to violence (Job 41:20).


National sin disclosed:-
It can also represent evil as a result of national sin which is about to break
forth and disclose itself (Jer 1:13).


- Broken bowl


Disliked:- It refers to
someone who is disliked, in whom the Lord does not take pleasure and who is not
acceptable (Jer 22:27).


Blessings withdrawn:- It
is a caution that if you do not change your ways, the Lord will withdraw His
blessings and you will not prosper (Jer 22:30).


- Old or black bowl


In a rut:- An old bowl [or burned black] shows that the person has fallen into a
rut and is not open to change or renewal (Lev 6:28).


BOXING


Diligent:- Someone who
works assertively and diligently towards achieving certain goals (1 Cor 9:26,
Act 19:8).


Assertive argument:-
Assertive arguments and negotiations in order to overpower or defeat someone in
a dispute or argument (Act 19:9).


Verbal abuse:- Can
indicate physical or verbal abuse (Matt 26:67).


Aggressive negotiations:-
Boxing can be a warning that the transaction you are negotiating, or argument
you are involved in, will be concluded in an aggressive way.


Physical scars:- This
can cause emotional, physical, or spiritual, scars to those involved (Prov
25:8, Is 41:11, 1 Cor 9:26, Jer 21:5).


BOW [as in
bow and arrows]


God’s help:- It is a
promise that you shall not need foreign soldiers or other people to help you
and that Jesus shall be your battle-bow, He shall fight the battle on your
behalf (Zech 9:13, Ps 45:4-5, Rev 6:2).


BOWELS [intestines]


Grace:- It can represent
the grace and mercy of God (Zech 12:10) [it can point to
forgiveness and restoration after someone has denied Freemasonry and broke the
covenant that states that his intestines will be cut out and fed to the birds
if he denies the covenant] .


Spiritual centre:- A
person’s spiritual and emotional centre (Prov 20:27, John 7:38).


Sensuality:- It can also
point to sensuality and a person’s appetite (Phil 3:19) or the presence of
fornication and lust (1 Cor 6:13).


BOY [son]


Disciple:- It can refer
to someone whom you are discipling or who is looking up to you as a spiritual
father or mother (Rom 1:7, 1Cor 1:2, 3, Gal 1:4, Is 9:6, Prov 1:8).


Inheritance:- Your
inheritance, your calling which is being brought to fulfilment. Believers are
called God’s sons (John 1:12, Rom 8:16, Mat 6:4, 8, 15, 18, Mat 10:20, 29).


- Baby boy


Influential change:-
Expect change that will influence your ministry or business, positively (Heb
1:12).


Spiritual inheritance:-
God shows that He gives you a spiritual inheritance that will have an influence
over many generations (1 Pet 1:4, Col 1:12).


Potential:- Christ being
formed in you1.


Negative influence:- It
is a caution to pray against an influence or move that can affect your new or
young ministry or business negatively (Gal 5:9, 1 Cor 5:7).


BRACELET


Position of honour:- Can
show that you have been glorified and blessed with a position of honour.


Dignity restored:- Your
dignity has been restored. You are honoured (Gen 24:22, 30, 37).


BRAKES


Slow down:- Can indicate
that you need to slow down with whatever you are busy with at present [it can be a business activity, a ministry or initiative. It can
also be sinful and fleshly activities].


- Failing brakes


Not resisting sin:- Can
show that the person is unable to resist a worldly and sinful lifestyle (Eph
2:2).


BRANCH


Jesus:- Represents Jesus
as our source (Zech 3:8).


Righteous person:- It
also refers to a righteous person appointed by God as His representative (Jer
23:5-6).


Tribe:- A tribe, family
or people group (Ez 36:16).


BRASS


Purification:- It is a
metal that has been purified and can thus represent purification (2 Chron
30:19).


Mixed seed:- It is also
an alloy [mixture of metals] which can point to
mixed seed (Ezr 9:2).


Judgment:- Judgment of
wrongdoing and a sinful lifestyle (Lev 62:9, Rev 1:15).


Hardened:- Someone who
has been hardened by circumstances and who can seem brash and defensive (Ex
27:1-2, Num 21:6, 8, 9).


BREAD


Word:- Bread represents
the Word or teachings of God.


Jesus:- The Body of
Jesus (Mat 6:11, 1 King 17:6).


Honesty:- It can point
to honesty, sincerity and righteousness (Luk 14:16, Ez 24:22) or spiritual
provision [refreshment] (Mat 26:26, John 6:35).


Worldly provision:-
Trying to rely on natural or worldly provision alone and not “eating” the Word
of God (Mal 1:7, Is 30:20).


Polluted offering:- It
can signify polluted offerings to God (Mal 1:7).


- Bread with yeast


Powerful increase:- A
powerful instrument that can be used to increase the spreading of the Word of
God (Mat 13:33).


Sin:- It is an Old
Testament symbol of sin (Mat 6:12).


Worldly lifestyle:- A
reflection of a worldly lifestyle (1 Cor 5:5-6).


Boastful:- Being puffed
up and boastful (1 Cor 4:18, 1 Cor 4:19, Jam 4:16).


Immorality:- Shows the
danger of the increase of ungodliness, vice and immorality which must be
removed in order to prevent it spreading and infecting many (Mat 16:11).


- Bread from Manna


Miraculous provision:-
Shows that the Lord will provide for you in a miraculous manner (John 6:31).


- Bread with spices


Idolatrous teachings:-
Spices are associated with the East and therefore bread with spices can be
symbolic of worldly and idolatrous teachings influenced by or originating from
Eastern mysticism (Rev 2:14).


- Mouldy bread


Absence of Holy
Spirit:- Shows that the
Word that is taught is without the power of the Holy Spirit to keep it fresh
and alive (Job 18:7, 1 Thess 1:5).


- Unleavened bread


Uncorrupted:- An
uncorrupted, honest and trustworthy person (Mat 16:6, 1 Cor 5:6, Gal 5:9, Ex
23:18, Ex 34:25).


BREAKFAST


Fed with the Word:-
To be fed with the Word of the Lord by the Holy Spirit (Lev 46:10, John 4:34).


Satisfied:- It can also
show that you are happy or satisfied with a business, ministry or relationship
that you are involved in (Deut 8:10, John 21:12).


BREAST [body,
bosom]


Need for nurturing:- Can
show a need of nurturing, love and to be taken care of (John 13:25, Lam 4:3).


Safe place:- It can
symbolize a place of safety and comfort (Num 11:12).


- Naked breasts


Freemasonry:- One naked
breast of a woman can point to presence of the queen of heaven or Freemasonry
(Rev 17:3-4).


Jezebel:- It can also
represent the spirit of Jezebel (Job 24:9, Gen 39:7, Job 1:21).


Seduction:- It can also
point to seduction or a spirit that leads the eyes astray.


- Beating breast


Victory:- In some
cultures men would beat their breasts after beating their opponents. It can
therefore be an act of victory and glory (1 John 5:4).


Sorrow:- This often
shows intense sorrow and despair (Nah 2:7).


BREATH


Life:- Symbol of the
breath of life blown into us by God (Gen 2:7, Job 33:4).


Holy Spirit:-
Represents the Holy Spirit who is being breathed over you (Is 42:5).


Enemy destroyed:- It can
also show your enemy effortlessly destroyed [blown away]
by the Holy Spirit (Job 4:9).


Weaknesses:- It
symbolizes weakness and emptiness and can show that the initiative the person
is embarking upon will probably not succeed (Ez 37:8, Job 15:30).


BRICK


Hardened:- Symbolizes a
person that is being hardened by fire [character building
through difficulties] in order to be stronger to be a solid part of the
Body of Christ (1 Cor 12:27).


Good works:- Can also
refer to involvement in good works in building the Kingdom of God (2 Cor 9:8,
Ex 5:18).


Promoting self:- It can
signify promoting your own career or being focussed and committed to own
activities (1 Tim 5:6, 2 Tim 3:2).


Hard work:- It can also
refer to hard work [earning your keep by the sweat of your
brow] (Ex 1:14).


BRIDE


Prepared:- Prepared and
ready for the coming of the King Jesus Christ (Rev 21:9).


Glorified:- To be
glorified as a bride for Christ (Is 49:18).


Marry:- It can be
literally interpreted that the person may be married soon (Is 62:5, Rev 21:2).


BRIDEGROOM


Ready for commitment:-
It can represent a person who is ready for a commitment, agreement or covenant
(Ps 19:5, Is 62:5).


Jesus:- It can also be
the representation of Jesus Christ (Luk 5:34, 35).


Natural spouse:- In the
natural it can signify your spouse.


Agreement:- It can also
show that it is the correct agreement to enter into (Matt 9:15).


BRIDGE


Obstacle overcome:- It
is time to overcome a specific obstacle or challenge (Is 57:18).


Restoration:- The
restoration of a broken relationship (Gen 20:7).


To receive:- To receive
something that has long been outstanding (2 Chron 1:9).


Way prepared:- It can
show that God has prepared the way for you to move into your calling (Act 2:33,
Num 13:30, Gen 32:22).


- Bridge frame, not
completed


Move into calling:-
Prepare to move into your calling as the way is being prepared, though the
timing is not ready (1 Pet 5:6).


BRIDLE [halter]


Subjection:- This can be
a warning that the Lord is calling you to subject yourself to Him so He can
steer you in the right direction (2 Tim 3:16, Ps 32:9).


Manipulation:- A bridle
is used to manipulate and control.


Control:- It can
therefore show that the person is feeling controlled or manipulated or forced
to submit to another person’s will (1 King 5:16).


Disempowered:- Feeling
disempowered, told what to do and treated without respect (Ps 106:41).


BRINGAL [eggfruit]


Secure:-Descriptive of
inner confidence and security (Is 32:18, Ex 35:35).


Wealth:- Associated with
a wealthy person (Gen 13:2, Est 8:15).


Restoration:- Can be a
promise that you will be protected from the wiles and purposes of the world and
carries the promise of emotional [and physical]
restoration (Joel 2:25, Is 57:18).


Provision:- Symbolic of
physical provision and points to personal wealth and authority (Ps 78:20, Ps
65:9).


Authority:- Descriptive
of a position of spiritual authority [called to spiritual
leadership] (Heb 3:1, 1 Pet 1:10).


BRONZE [copper]


Redemption:- It can also
refer to a word of grace and redemption from the Lord (2 Chron 30:19).


Diligence:- It can also
represent truth and diligence [forehead of bronze]
(Mic 4:13).


Righteous judgment:-
Righteous judgment of God against sin4 (Ex 27:1-2, Num 21:6, 8, 9).


Legalism:- It can also
represent legalist attitudes [sticking to the letter of the
law].


Wrongdoing:- Represents
the judgment of wrongdoing and sinful lifestyle (Lev 62:9, Rev 1:15).


Hardened:- It can also
represent a person that has been hardened through circumstances and can seem
brash and defensive (Ex 27:1-2, Num 21:6, 8, 9).


BROOM [sweeping]


Spiritual cleansing:-
Can point to spiritual cleansing of a person, business or ministry (Is 14:23) [take note of how the broom is used for greater insight].


Witchcraft:- Seen as a
witch’s instrument. Can point to involvement in witchcraft, new age or
spiritist activities (Deut 18:10). It can also point to persecurion and
spiritual withcraft.


Forced discussion:- It
can refer to a situation that is confronted in order to ‘clean the air’ or
remove hinderances.


- Sweeping house


Cleansed:- To be
cleansed from sin or demonic activities1.


BROTHER


Trusted person:- It can
represent someone whom you trust or look up to [someone
close] (Gen 4:8, Matt 5:22).


Rival:- Can point to a
rivalrous relationship [jealousy, contention and hate]
(Gen 4:8, 2 Sam 13:28).


- Older brother


Counsellor:- Someone
whom you look up to for guidance, protection, discipling and counselling.
Brother in Christ.


Spiritual father:- Can
also refer to a spiritual father or a wise person (Is 9:15, 2 Sam 16:20).


- Younger brother


Disciple:- It can point
to someone who looks up to you for protection, discipling and counselling (Is
9:15, 2 Sam 16:20).


BROTHER-IN-LAW


Legal relationship:- It
can refer to a person, such as a colleague or business partner, with whom you
have a close and formal [legal] relationship (Gen
34:19).


Competitive relationship:-
Can point to a competitive relationship with someone with whom you have a close
and formal [legal] relationship (1 Sam 18:29) such
as a colleague or business partner.


Partiality:- It can
refer to adversity in a person’s life. It can also refer to a person that takes
sides [partiality]1.


Self:- It can point to
yourself or characteristics of your brother in law in your own life1.


BROW [forehead]


Openness:- An open and
cleansed person (Lev 13:41).


Strong personality:- A
person with a strong personality, able to face the challenges of the world (Ez
3:8, 9).


Character:- The forehead
can also signify character and religious affiliations (Ex 28:38, Rev 14:9, Rev
17:5), or that the person is a thinker, creative, or is recalling a memory from
the past.


Obstinate:- Can point to
an obstinate and hard-headed person who is difficult to convince or to work
with (Is 48:4, Ez 3:7).


- Forehead like flint


Courageous:- It shows
someone who is not easily discouraged, or daunted, from that which they have to
do (Is 42:4, Is 49:5, Ez 3:8-9)24.


Resolute:- Courage,
fearlessness, firmness, resolution amidst contempt and scorn (Job 41:33).


Determination:- A person
who does not shrink from any kind, or degree of suffering that is trying to
prevent him from accomplishing the great work he is engaged in. (Ez 3:8-9) 25.


BROWN [see
colours]


Prophetic:- A brown
cloak [mantle] can show that the person is called to
a prophetic ministry [cloak of humility].


Inactive:- Brown refers
to physical [natural] inactivity (Ex 12:30, 1 Peter
1:24).


Humility:- Brown can
also represent humility with a repentant heart.


Conservative:- Can point
to a person with a staunch, conservative [often legalistic]
nature.


Worldly desire:- It can
refer to a welfish person that only wants to satisfy his own or fleshly
desires.


- Dark Brown


Inactive:- Points to
laziness and physical inactivity (Song 1:6, Prov 15:19).


Lazy:- Refers to a lazy
and inactive person.


- Light Dull Brown


Neglect:- Shows that a
person is neglecting the spiritual side of his life.


Not enough time:- Not
spending enough time with the Lord (1 Tim 4:14).


- Tan Brown [Simeon, topaz]


Hear:- To hear (Gen
29:33).


Committed:- In a
positive sense it can show that the person is committed, active and eager to
follow the way of the Lord.


Violent person:- It can
point to a zealous and violent person. Anger, wrath and cruelty (Gen 49:5-7,
Gen 29:33).


Scattered:- To be
scattered and not to receive an inheritance (Deut 18:1, Jos 13:14).


Small group:- Can refer
to a small group, not growing to become a big organization (Deut 33:6).


BRUSH


- Toothbrush


Cleansed from worldly
influences:- Can show the need to be cleansed from worldly influences
(Luk 17:14).


- Paint brush


Teaching the Word:-
Can refer to someone who is teaching the Word of the Lord [paints
pictures with words] (1 Tit 2:7, Prov 4:2).


BUCK [deer,
antelope]


Gentle:- A buck
symbolizes love, gentleness (Song 2:9, Prov 5:19) and swiftness (2 Sam 2:18).


Confident:- It can
represent a confident person [stable and secure] who
is of quick understanding (Is 35:6, 2 Sam 22:34, 1 Chron 12:8).


Morally strong:- It
shows a morally strong person who is sincere and runs from worldly and fleshly
dangers (Ps 42:1, Ps 18:33, Prov 5:19).


Introvert:- Can be an
introverted person who withdraws quickly (Mark 4:40).


Stubborn:- Someone who
has been hurt by rejection may seem stubborn [to hide their
fear of man] and would relinquish their leadership role in personal
relationships (Zech 7:11).


Reluctance:- Someone who
is reluctant to take up their authority in Christ (Rev 21:8, 2 Sam 17:2).


BUCKLE [belt]


Integrity:- It
represents the truth that holds together your life of integrity and honesty
(Prov 2:9).


- Fancy belt buckle


Superficial:- False and
superficial “truth” that misleads people (Ps 120:3).


BUDDHA


Idolatry:- Possible
involvement in eastern mysticism, new age and idolatry (Ez 16:29). Praying to
other [self-made] gods.


BUILDINGS


Life:- A building may
represent a person’s natural or spiritual life, or a business, church or
ministry (1 Cor 3:9, 1 Peter 2:5).


- Building with many
levels


Levels of understanding:-
Represents different levels of understanding. The higher the building the
higher your understanding or revelation of the prophetic insights the Lord is
giving you. This can be in respect of your business, ministry or personal life
(Eph 2:21).


- Building being
demolished


Repenting:- Repenting of
perversity and iniquity and therefore bringing it under the mercy and grace of
Jesus Christ (Hab 1:3).


- Church building


Natural description:- It
can sometimes represent a specific person or can be an actual description of a
specific church or congregation (Matt 16:18, Rev 3:18).


- Large building


Prophetic insight:- Can
give you guidelines to, or a prophetic insight in respect of your spiritual
life, ministry or business decisions (1 Peter 2:5) [take
note of other symbols, numbers and directions to give you further guidance].


- Municipal building


Legalistic:- Can
represent a rigid, legalistic [established or traditional]
church, ministry or work environment (Luk 17:28).


- On top of building


Heavenly revelations:-
The open heaven above shows that there is nothing between you and God. It
contains the promise that you will be given heavenly revelations in terms of a
business, person, ministry or church [to be on top of the
issue] (Ps 119:130).


- Old building


Iniquities:- Perversity
and iniquities [inherited sins] (Hab 1:3).


- 7 Storey building


Universe:- The 7-storied
towers of Babylonia represented the universe. Can be connected to the gods of
the 7 planets, the 4 lunar phases each of which comprises 7 days and a fraction
(Deut 4:19).


BULL


Sacrifice:- In Biblical
context it represented a sacrifice (Lev 4:4) and in some societies it stands
for wealth, power and authority.


Investment:- It can also
be a seed or investment with the potential to produce many offspring or returns
(Act 7:5).


Growing prosperity:-
Financially it can point to an investment in a growing phase [bull market].


Jesus:- It may also
represent Jesus the Servant (Ez 10:20, Ez 1:5-10, Lev 4:3).


Double minded:- A person
with dull spiritual awareness [bull headed] or
double mindedness (Mat 13:15).


Poor discernment:- Poor
spiritual discernment [does not recognize God or God’s
anointing].


Idolatry:- A sacrifice
to false gods, denying or resisting God’s supernatural power, or undermining
the ministers and prophets of the true God (Acts 14:13).


- Black bull


Destroying God’s
work:- It can be a warning that the person intends to destroy the works
and Kingdom of God [especially a black bull!].


- Bull attacking


Undermining:- A bull is
unpredictable which means you may, out of the blue and without warning, be
opposed or undermined in a work or church situation (Ps 22:12, 1 John 2:20).


- Bullock


Set aside:- It can
represent something set aside for a joyful occasion (Luk 15:23).


Sin offering:- A sin
offering to God (Lev 9:2), or it can represent the purification and cleansing
of a person (Heb 9:13-14, Luke 15:23, Gen 18:7).


Immature:- It can point
to someone with and immature attitude, unable to deal with circumstances or the
presence of idolatry in a person’s life (Acts 7:41).


BULLDOZER [caterpillar]


Breaking new ground:- It
points to breaking new ground. The Lord will use the person to establish
something new. It can be a business innovation which will lay the foundations
for many new business opportunities.


Apostolic ministry:- It
can also signify an apostolic type ministry which breaks down religious
barriers and prepares the way for others to follow (1 Tess 5:2, 1 Tim 2:7).


Destructive person:-
Beware of a person who has the intention to destroy that which has already been
established with great difficulty and care (Hab 1:3).


BULLET [gun,
arrows]


Righteous words:- The
words of the righteous (Is 49:2). The Word of the Lord’s deliverance. Words of
direction.


Criticism:- Bullets
coming against you can represent criticism, gossip, witchcraft or slander that
is trying to break you down (Eph 6:16, Is 54:7).


Wrath of God:-
In Scripture, the arrows [Words] of God are the
apprehensions of his wrath. It pierces the conscience and pains the receiver
(Job 6:4, Ps 38:2).


Judgment of God:-
Figuratively speaking shots or arrows represent the judgment of God against His
enemies (2 Sam 22:15, Deut 32:23, Ps 18:14, Zech 9:14).


Children:- It can
represent your offspring, sons or children (Ps 127:5).


Evil words:- Slanderous,
fault-finding, rebellious words and malicious purposes of people with evil
intent against the righteous (Ps 11:2). Words of accusation, bitterness and
criticism (Ps 64:3). Enemy’s destruction and attacks (Num 24:8). Lies and
deceit (Jer 9:8).


BUNK [bed]


Prophetic ministry:- A
bed is a private place where you sleep and dream and can therefore show a call
to, or involvement in a prophetic type ministry [prophecy,
dreams, visions] (1 Sam 3:3).


Intimacy:- It is a
private place where married people are intimate. It can also refer to a place
of intimacy with God1.


Prayerful:- It is a
place where many people kneel to pray and reflect (Ps 4:4) and can therefore
symbolize a prayerful attitude before God.


Restored:- It can also
show that you are being restored from sickness and despair (Ps 41:3). A place
of rest and peace.


Supported:- Lying on the
bed can show that you are being supported, upheld and sustained.


Calmness:- It reflects
calmness of soul, resting in the soothing and gentle favour of the Lord.


Godly thoughts:-
Thoughts [meditation on the Word of God] of God (Ps
63:6, Ps 42:8).


Mysteries revealed:- A
place where God reveals the mysteries that He wants to unlock for you (2 Kings
4:10).


Comfort:- In the natural
it can show that the person is comfortable and relaxed (Est. 7:8, Ez 23:41, Amo
2:8).


Laziness:- This can show
that a person is lazy and late to get up and get to work (Prov 6:9, Prov 6:10).


Scheming:- A place where
evil scheming is done, can also point to superfluities, adultery, and
uncleanness (Amos 6:4, Ez 13:18).


- Double bunk


Manipulation:- It can be
a caution that the person that is on the top bunk is involved in manipulation
or legalistic behaviour towards the person below1.


BUS


Equipping ministry:-
Signifies a movement which take people on board to a new destination. It often
shows involvement in a training or equipping business or ministry (2 Tim 2:2).


- Passenger bus


Member of group:- Can
refer to a person that is a member of a group, congregation or workplace. He is
not in control of the direction that the bus is taking and is a follower of the
teaching or doctrine of the group.


- School bus


Teaching ministry:- This
shows a strong calling to teaching or a teaching ministry working with school
going children. It can also point to involvement in a youth ministry or a
Sunday school ministry (Job 21:11; Rom 12:7).


- Tour bus [passenger]


Equipping journey:- The
Lord is taking you on a journey as part of a group, to equip you. If you are a
passenger you will only be a participant, but if you are the driver you will
mentor a group of people for an extended period of time (Ex 14:13).


Travelling ministry:-
Can also point to involvement in a traveling ministry to groups of people (Mark
6:39).


Not responsible:- If you
are an inactive passenger it can show that you are not taking up your
responsibility to minister to groups of people (Prov 10:4).


- Microbus [minivan, kombi]


Family ministry:-
Usually used to transport a family, therefore it can be associated with
involvement in a family ministry. It can also point to guidance from the Lord
that you have to invest more time in your own family (1 Tim 5:8).


BUS
DEPOT


Equipping:- Can show
that you are in the process of being equipped and prepared for your calling. It
is a place where people wait to depart on a new spiritual path (1 Peter 3:20).


Travel:- It can also
show that you will travel or to changes to come (Mat 25:14).


Waiting:- It is a time
of waiting and preparation before you will be released in a Holy Spirit
ministry (Luk 7:27, Amo 4:12).


BUSH [forest]


Promise of healing:- It
is a promise that the person’s search for the Lord will bring healing to them [in a physical or spiritual sense] (Is 44:14, 1 Sam 14:25).


Assembly:- A forest can
represent the Body of Christ – many believers assembled together (James 3:5).


Overwhelmed:- Can show
that the person has to deal with an overwhelming amount of issues and obstacles
which can be confusing and challenging (Jos 17:18, Is 10:18).


- Lost in bush


Double minded:- Shows
that the person is so overwhelmed by issues and obstacles that he has become
double minded and without direction (2 Cor 4:3, 2 Cor 2:15).


BUTTER


Spreading God’s
caring nature:- A promise that the caring nature of God will spread your
life with blessings and abundant provision (Job 29:6, 2 Sam 17:29, Is 7:22).


Fighting:- The churning
of butter can represent the forcing of wrath which brings forth fighting (Prov
30:33).


BUTTERFLY


Transformation:- A
butterfly is a product of metamorphosis. It therefore points to the
transformation or renewal of the mind (Rom 12:2, Ps 121:6, 2 Cor 5:17).


Stronger:- You have
struggled so hard to overcome your earthly nature that you have almost given up
hope, but this has made you strong to soar higher and faster under the leading
of the Holy Spirit (Rom 12:1-2, Eph 2:1-8).


Fluttering thoughts:- An
insect often represents thoughts and a butterfly can be unfocussed thoughts
fluttering from one place to another .


Emotional:- Behaviour
and actions are affected by changes in circumstances, therefore a butterfly can
point to an emotional person.


Inconsistent:- Being
inconsistent, fluttering from one idea or person, to the other without real
commitment (Is 55:7, 1 Chron 28:9).


Sexual iniquity:- It can
also point to a person that has various sexual partners. A free spirit
fluttering from one relationship to the other.


- Black butterfly


Negative thoughts:- This
shows harbouring negative thoughts [negative thinking
patterns] even depressive behaviour (Job 21:27).


Unbelief:- A negative
transformation. Thoughts of unbelief (Mark 16:14).


- White butterfly


Into God’s
image:- Someone being transformed into the image of God (Rom 12:2).


Emotional transformation:-
It can show a false and emotionally based transformation that will not last.


Emotional servant hood:-
Someone who wants to serve the Lord based on their feelings.












C


CABLES [power
lines]


Channel for the Holy
Spirit:- As electricity
can be associated with the power of the Holy Spirit, an electrical outlet or
power lines can show that the Lord wants to use you as a channel for His Holy
Spirit to deliver, heal or prophesy (Luk 1:35, Mark 9:39, Luk 1:17).


Own power:- If the power
line is unplugged it can be a caution that you are trying to do things in your
own power and that you are not relying on the Lord to deliver you (2 Cor 4:7).


CABLE
CAR


Fixed route:- To be on a
fixed route to a place of hiding and safety (Ps 119:5).


Move freely:- To move
freely by the grace of God [the cable] towards a
place of authority and leadership (Jam 3:17).


Taking things for granted:-
It can be a caution that you are taking things for granted and that you are not
actively seeking the way of the Lord -- bailing out or seeking the easy way up,
the path of least resistance.


Bypass:- A person who
wants to bypass the path of sanctification.


- Cable car ascending


Higher level:- If you
are moving up in a cable car it shows that the Lord is lifting you to higher
levels of spiritual maturity. You will move to higher spiritual levels without
self-effort (2 King 2:14).


- Cable car descending


Lower spiritual level:-
This can also be a warning that you are moving to lower spiritual maturity. It
is a caution for you to spend more time with the Lord to maintain your level of
spiritual maturity (1 Sam 13:11).


CACTI


Medication:- Cacti grow
in dry places and even though it is bitter it can be eaten or used as medication.


Healing:- It thus
symbolizes that the Lord will provide healing and spiritual or physical support
in difficult times [desert or winter experience] (Ps
6:2, 2 Chron 7:14, Act 28:27).


CAFETERIA [restaurant,
steakhouse]


Teaching the Word:-
A place [church, ministry] where the Word of God is
served [fed] to people. Normally it is not the local
church or ministry but another location (Ps 112:5-10, Matt 25:35, John 13:29).


Serving ministry:- It
can also refer to a serving ministry such as a ministry of helps1 (1 Cor
12:28).


CAKE


Offering:- An offering
to God (Ex 29:2, Lev 2:4, Lev 24:5).


Prophetic word:-
Prophetic word [encouragement, building up or guidance]
(1 King 14:3, Jos 9:5, 12).


Promise:- It contains
the promise of a new creation that is fruitful, rich and wonderful (Gen 1:28).


Idolatry:- Can be a
warning of idolatrous worship [“to the queen of heaven”]
(Jer 7:18, Jer 44:19).


- Cake of figs [figs]


Strengthen:-
Strengthening power of the Holy Spirit (1 Sam 30:12).


Wounds healed:- Healing
of wounds or physical illnesses (Is 38:21). This is guidance from the Lord that
will lead you into His healing presence.


Recovery:- It is also a
sign of the imminent recovery of the person by the power of the Holy Spirit,
according to the Lord’s promise (2 King 20:7, Mar 7:33, Joh 9:6).


- Cake being prepared


Something new:- A
composition or forming of something new by which God can be glorified (Is
66:5).


Not well prepared:- It
is a caution that the new initiative that the person is embarking on is
half-baked and not well prepared (Hos 7:8).


- Chocolate cake


Deceptive word:- A word
that sounds right [sweet on the ear] but is the
deceiving voice of the enemy or the world (Mat 13:39).


- Hard cakes


Long journey:- Evidence
that you have travelled a long journey [you have come a
long way] (1 King 14:3).


- Leavened cakes


Worldly influence:- A
word that is contaminated by worldly, fleshly and sinful inputs that causes sin
to grow and abound in your life (1 Cor 5:8).


- Unleavened cakes


Pure word:- Pure and
uncontaminated words (Ex 12:39).


CALAMUS [reed]


True and direct:-
Uprightness, right in God’s sight, true and direct course (Ex 15:26, Is 26:7,
John 5:30, John 14:9).


Flexible:- Something or
someone that is not very strong and will bend easily under pressure (Deut 20:8).


CALENDAR


Timing:- A calendar is
significant at it can show you the time and date of something that happened in
the past or can happen in the future.


End of season:- It can
also signify the end of a season or beginning of a new stage in your life (Job
6:25).


CALF [bullock]


Purification:- It is a
promise of the purification and cleansing of a person (Heb 9:13-14, Luke 15:23,
Gen 18:7).


Sin offering:- Can
symbolize a sin offering to God (Lev 9:2).


Investment:- It can
represent an investment that is set aside for a joyful occasion (Luk 15:23).


Stubborn:- It can
represent a stubborn person with an immature attitude.


Inability:- A person
unable to deal with his circumstances. Idolatry (Ex 32:4, Deut 9:12, Acts
7:41).


- Golden calf


Idolatry:- Trusting in
something that is not from the Lord [such as a person or an
idol] to rescue you from a difficult situation in which you feel trapped
(Ex 32:4-24).


CAMEL


Equipped:- It can show
that the person is equipped to deal with a difficult period in his life. (Matt
23:24, Luke 18:25).


Without the Spirit:-
A camel represents an animal that can go a long way without water. It can
therefore point to a person that tries to get along without the Holy Spirit and
refreshment of the Holy Spirit [water].


Rely on God:-
A person with an attitude that prefers not to rely on other people or to
receive God’s provision (Gal 6:5).


Difficulty:- It can also
show that the person may have a desert experience [a
difficult time] in their life (Is 46:1).


- Female camel in heat


Reckless:- It refers to
a person that is untamed and reckless, running around from one point to the
other with brutal passion, unable to control his natural impulses and even
reverting to uncontrollable violence (Jer 2:24, Job 11:12).


Lack of wisdom:- It can
also refer to a person that responds with eagerness and a lack of wisdom after
idols and false prophets without due consideration of the consequences of his
actions (Jer 1:23-25).


CAMERA [videocamera]


Recollection:-
Symbolizes the proof or recollection of an important event in the past [memories] (Ps 30:4, Heb 10:32).


Making memories:- It can
be a call to collect memories or evidence of an important event.


CAMP


Place of rest:- A place
or position of rest (Ex 16:13).


Prepared:- Shows that
you are prepared for spiritual warfare (Jos 11:5, Jos 11:7, Judg 5:19, Judg
5:21, Judg 7:1, 1 Sam 29:1, 1 Sam 30:9).


Missions:- It can also
represent preparation for the missionary field.


- Camp fire


Christ your Source:-
It can show that you are in a warm and safe place where Christ will be your
source of light and revelation (Rev 20:9).


- Campsite next to river


Spiritual warfare ministry:-
Spiritual warfare ministry guided and protected by the Power of the Holy Spirit
[near to the Source] (John 4:14, Rev 22:1).


CAMPUS [university]


Training in the gifts of the Spirit:-
This show entering an advanced period of training and schooling in the gifts of
the Spirit, and being coached and discipled by many people. A call to study the
Word of God to get a deeper understanding of His power and grace (Job 33:16,
Prov 4:2).


CANAL


Canal for the Spirit:-
It points to a person who is a channel for the Holy Spirit (Act 9:15, Job
38:25).


CANDLE [lamp]


God:- God is the Light
of this world [presence of the Spirit of God and His
influence on believers] (Ps 20:27, Matt 5:17).


Drive out sin:- Driving
out sin by the light of the Lord (Zeph 1:12).


Christians:- Christians
are called to be a light in the world and to drive out sin by the light of the
Lord (Zeph 1:12, Prov 20:27, Ps 119:105).


Salvation:- Salvation
(Is 62:1).


Sin revealed:- To reveal
sin (Jonah 3:10). Lamps can also reveal false light [spirit
of this world]. It is also used in demonic and satanic rituals that can
reveal a demonic stronghold on a person that will have to be broken (Acts
16:18).


Word of God:-
The Word of God can be represented by a light shining in a dark place (1 Cor
4:5, Ex 25:31). Illumination [Rhema Word] of the
Word by the Holy Spirit (Heb 9:2). Saving grace of the Lord shining like a lamp
in the darkness [sinful lives] (Is 62:1). The word
of God can be represented by a candlestick, a light burning in a dark place (1
Cor 4:5, Ex 25:31).


Prophetic revelation:- A
light can show that the Lord is giving you a prophetic word [revelation] (1 Sam 3:3). Can also symbolize the spirit of
prophecy (1 Sam 3:3). (1 Cor 4:5, Ex 25:31). A Rhema Word illuminated by the
Holy Spirit (Heb 9:2).


- Blue candle


Heavenly revelation:-
The heavens are blue and it therefore relates to heavenly revelations and
visitations (Heb 9:24).


Godly message:- It can
be a call for you to listen to a message from God, or a divine revelation.


Holy Spirit:-
The Holy Spirit (Judg 13:25, Num 4:7). Keep faith, even if you struggle, for
the Lord is fighting for you, victory is near!


Idolatry:- Idolatry (2
King 10:29).


Downhearted:- A person
can be feeling “blue” meaning downhearted or depressed (2 Cor 4:9).


- Burning candle


Prophetic calling:- A
burning lamp can show that the Lord is giving you a prophetic word, or is
calling you to be a prophet (1 Sam 3:3).


satan:- satan can appear as false light
[spirit of man] (Is 14:12).


- Covered candle


Not using your gifts:- A
light that is covered shows that you are not using the gifts that the Lord has
given you (Mat 5:15).


- Candle flickering in the
wind


Vulnerable:- This shows
feeling vulnerable and unable to stand against the storms coming against your
life (Ps 28:8, Ez 7:17).


- Candle stand


Achieve through His
anointing:- The Lord says not to attempt to do anything by might or by
power, but let it be accomplished by the anointing of His Holy Spirit in order
to achieve superabundantly above what we think is possible (Zech 4:2-7, Rev
2:5, Rev 1:12).


- Dying candle


Disobedience:- If the
candle dies due to an inadequate supply [it burns
out] and can point to disobedience to the instructions or call of God (Mat
25:10).


Backsliding:- Falling
back into sin or misrepresenting the Word of God (Is 8:20, Is 50:10, John
11:10).


CANDY [sweets]


Agreeable:- Agreeable or
grateful. Pleasing, harmonious, grateful to the mind (Phil 4:18).


Endearing words:- A word
of endearment (1 John 3:22).


Encouragement:-
Encouragement of God’s Word (Deut 3:28).


Sugar coated sin:- Can
represent the sugar coating of sin [for example, light blue
sweets] or church doctrines which are not based on the Word of God [it sounds and looks right] (Mat 23:27).


CANOE [boat]


Warrior-like activity:-
Can be associated with a warrior-like and challenging activity. You are
competing in order to win (John 21:9).


- Red canoe


Relentless challenges:-
The colour red can represent danger, anger and hate, meaning that there may
come relentless challenges against the business, ministry or person with the
aim to conquer and cause harm (Rev 9:19).


CANNONS


God’s judgment:-
Figuratively speaking a rifle represents the judgment of God against His
enemies (2 Sam 22:15, Deut 32:23, Ps 18:14, Zech 9:14).


Word of judgment:- A
large rifle can therefore point to an important or strong word of judgment
which comes from the Lord or His prophet.


Sufficiently armed:- It
can show that the weapons of your warfare are sufficient to resist the enemy [you are sufficiently equipped] (James 4:7, Job 39:21).


CAR [see
also vehicles]


Person’s life:- As with
other vehicles, it symbolizes a person’s life, career, ministry, business, an
activity or involvement in something (2 Kings 10:16). The type of car often
relates or corresponds to the type of business or trade the person is called to
or involved in.


- Car parked at top of
hill


Call to prayer:- A hill
[a higher place] is somewhere you can see far off
into the distance [see better] or a place of
retreat. It can therefore show that you need to set aside your fervent activity
and seek the presence of the Lord for guidance and restoration (Acts 9:31).


- Car breakdown


Difficulty:- This can be
seen as a warning that your career, life or ministry will be affected by
difficulty, or that you may run into difficulties and obstacles [even totally stopped] in the things you are involved in (Prov
18:14).


- Car accident or
collision [involved in]


Confrontation:- This is
a warning of impending conflict and confrontation, or a mistake, sin or poor
judgment which will cause harm to your life, business or ministry (Acts 8:30).


- Car wreck


Witness to a failure:-
If you are not involved in a wreck or you are driving past a wrecked car, be on
the lookout for clues, as you may be a witness of such a failure or you may be
in a position to warn someone of an impending failure that will affect their
lives!


Impending failure:-This
is a warning that your business or ministry can fail or be closed down suddenly
and unexpectedly (Prov 16:18).


Danger:- It can also be
a warning that your life is in danger and that you have to submit to God in
prayer and pleading.


- Convertible car [open roof]


Transparent person:- An
uncovered or open convertible car can show that the person is very open [transparent] and does not hide his true nature (Deut 5:24,
Is 21:2).


Boasting:- The opposite
can also be true as an uncovered car or roof down can indicate boasting,
arrogance and displaying self in an arrogant manner (Est 2:20).


- Convertible car [closed roof]


Hidden issues:- As a car
symbolizes a person’s life, this can indicate whether he has hidden issues or
sins. If the convertible is covered or the roof is raised, it can show that he
is hiding his true self from others (Josh 7:20).


- Car engine


Person’s abilities:-
This the mechanism which generates energy to move the car forward and can
therefore refer to a person’s particular abilities (1 Pet 4:11).


Power and energy:- A big
powerful engine can show the ability to generate great energy to develop the
business or ministry, whereas a small engine can point to limited energy (Luk
24:49; Acts 10:38).


- Driving a car


In charge:- Shows being
actively involved in, or managing a business, enterprise or heading a ministry.
The type of car will reveal the type of initiative involved in (Is 55:4).


In control:- A person
driving a vehicle is shown to be in charge [or will be
given charge], or is in control of a business or ministry (2 Kings
2:11).


Depending on own ability:-
It can show someone who feels so much in charge that he does not depend on the
Lord but on his own ability (Act 3:12).


- Driving car recklessly


Not caring:- Reckless or
wild driving can show indulging in unacceptable actions or activities often [behaviour], without caring about other’s feelings.


- New car


New activity:- Can
symbolize involvement in something new in your life, career, ministry, business
or an activity (2 Kings 10:16). The type of car often relates or corresponds to
the type of business or trade the person is called to or involved in.


- Old beat-up
car


Respected:- It can
represent someone or even a career that you can look at with warmth and
affection even though it does not appear to be attractive to the world (James
2:23, Matt 22:16).


Battered:- This can
symbolize a person, business or ministry which has been battered, used and not
maintained properly (Zech 11:16).


- Passenger in the car [sitting in the
back seat]


Follower:- It can show
that you are being prepared to be a follower [passive
participant], either as a member of a ministry or business, or just
allowing yourself to be led by the Spirit of the Lord (Rom 8:14, Gal 5:18).


Side-lined:- It can show
that you are on the side-line [you are present but not
actively involved] in the management of a business, enterprise or a
ministry. The type of car will reveal the type of initiative you will be
observing (Ps 107:43; Is 55:4).


- Red sports car


Dynamic and energetic person:-
This can represent a fast growing and dynamic business, ministry or enterprise.
It can also point to a dynamic and energetic person (2 Chron 32:7).


Youthful arrogance:-
This can symbolize youthful arrogance or anger in a person’s life (2 Sam 15:1,
14).


- Travelling very fast in
a car


Energetic pursuit of objectives:-
This can point to the pursuit of the objectives of the business or ministry you
are involved in with great speed and energy (Acts 17:15).


- White car


Righteous person:- White
is a reflection of purity and righteousness, therefore this can show that the
ministry, person or business can be characterized by righteousness and purity
(Dan 6:22, Tit 2:7).


- Limousine


Wealth:- Can be
associated with financial wealth and prosperity, or being publicly recognized
for your work or contributions (Col 3:24).


Own importance:- This
can also be seen as a warning that you are beginning to place too much emphasis
on the success of your ministry, business and your own importance (Jer 48:23).


- Black limousine


Spirit of darkness:-
This can symbolize a business, ministry or person which carries the mark and
presence of the spirit of darkness (Mat 6:23).


- Emergency vehicle


Call to prayer:- If it
is an ambulance or police vehicle it can be a warning to enter into a time of
prayer against a negative event which can be expected (Ez 33:4).


Something new:- If it is
a construction emergency vehicle it can be a warning that you may be involved
in an event or enterprise that will create something new (Prov 1:23).


CARDS


It will happen:- The
saying ‘it’s on the cards” which is an allegory
which means that something is really going to happen (1 Pet 1:20).


Message:- Cards are also
used in messages of civility, or business.


Underhanded:- Cards are
used in gambling which is often associated with underhanded and dishonest
dealings.


Caution:- Be very
careful in a business transaction when cards are seen in a vision or a dream
(Prov 6:19, Prov 19:5, 28, Prov 21:28, Prov 24:28, Mat 15:19, Mat 26:59, Act
6:13, 1 Pet 3:16).


CARNELIAN


Content:- Joyful and
content with life and circumstances (Joel 2:26, Jer 50:19).


Dynamic:- It can refer
to an enthusiastic and dynamic person who is satisfied with his circumstances
(Gen 30:13).


Fruitfulness:- It also
refers to fruitfulness showing that the Lord will place you in a very fruitful place
or position (Col 1:10, Ez 36:11).


Healthy:- Symbolic of a
glowing healthy look of a person [ruddy] (Job 29:20,
Jo 33:25).


United with Christ:-
Shows that we are united with Christ by the Holy Spirit that dwells in us (Col
2:19, 1 Cor 6:17, Rom 6:5).


CARNIVAL


Worldly activities:-
Carnivals are often associated with gypsies, sexual undertones and pagan
festivities. It can therefore symbolize that the person is involved in worldly
activities and shows an outward appearance of happiness (Luke 21:34).


CARPENTER


Humble person:- Jesus
was also a carpenter. The spiritual association is therefore with a humble
person who is prepared to sacrifice everything to save the lost.


New life:- It can also
show how the Lord is carving [creative way of teaching]
new life into a worldly and lost person or ministry [dead
wood]. (Mark 6:3, Mat 13:55).


CARPET [rug]


Revealing works:- Used
to cover a floor or to beautify a room, it can symbolize a person’s works being
witnessed [covering the people affected by it] (Judg
4:18).


Cover-up:- To sweep dirt
[sin] under the carpet, to hide it from view [a cover-up] (Josh 7:19).


- Rolling out carpet


Honour:- Rolling out the
carpet means to honour an important person. It can therefore symbolize that you
will be honoured or that God will be honoured through your actions (Rom 2:10).


- Sweeping under carpet


Hiding uncleanness:- Symbolic
of a person that is not dealing with issues [such as sin
and uncleanness] and is hiding it out of sight.


CASINO [gambling
joint]


Worldly attraction:-
Represent an attraction to worldly activities (1 John 4:5).


Lure of quick success:-
It can mean that you are being lured into something with the promise of quick
and sudden riches with high risk and at the cost of godliness and dependence on
God our Provider. Beware that you are not deceived by the spirit of the world
(Prov 11:4, Prov 22:1).


CASSIA [wild
cinnamon]


Humility:- Homage to God
alone, humility, to bow down (Matt 4:10, Ex 30:23-25, John 8:49-50, Ps 45:8, Ez
27:19).


CASTLE [palace]


Heavenly abode:- Can
refer to Christ’s heavenly abode (Ps 45:8, John 14:1, 2).


Important:- An important
and highly regarded person (Ps 78:69, Ps 144:12).


Splendour:- The
splendour and majesty of the church [Body of Christ]
(Song 8:9, 1 Chron 29:1).


Government:-
Figuratively it can refer to a government, a place of rulership, indicating
that you may be called to a position of rulership in government, in a community
or an organization (Gen 41:43, Gen 45:8, 1 King 1:35).


Holiness:- It can refer
to a place of holiness, where the presence of God is established (2 Chron 2:1, 2
Chron 2:12).


Closer relationship:-
The Lord is calling you to a closer relationship with Him, inviting you to His
palace, to share in the abundance, wealth and safety of the King of Kings.


Lofty fortress:- A lofty
fortress which is a symbol of luxury and wealth (Luk 7:25).


Place of abundance:- The
Lord is showing you that He will bring you to a place of abundance and beauty
(Est 1:6).


Safe place:- A castle is
a symbol of power and authority, a place where you can be safe, hidden from
danger and threats. In a positive sense it can represent the protection of the
Lord (Is 25:4, 2 Cor 10:4).


Spiritual stronghold:-
In a negative sense it can symbolize a spiritual stronghold over your life (Is
29:7, Zech 9:3) [see black castle].


- Black castle


Stronghold of darkness:-
This is a stronghold that the spirit of darkness holds over a person filled
with anxiety, uncertainty and idolatry (Heb 3:12).


- Blue Castle


Heavenly stronghold:-
Heavenly stronghold (Heb 12:22).


- Brown castle


Fleshly captivity:- This
shows that the person is held captive by a stronghold of worldly and fleshly
attitudes (Ex 15:9). The person only feels safe when he is in control.


- Golden castle


Place of trust:- It is a
place of faith and glory. It shows that you trust, rely and depend on the Lord
which will bring victory and security in your life (1 Cor 15:57, Luk 7:50).


- Green castle


Financial security:-
Green points to finances. It can therefore symbolize that the person is
financially secure or that he can fully trust the Lord to be his provider (Ps
78:20).


Safety:- In a negative
sense it can show that the person feels safe when he can figure something out
logically.


Legalist:- It can also
be a rule driven [law] or religious stronghold over
a person.


Financial stronghold:-
It can also indicate that there is a stronghold impacting on the finances or
money of a person.


- Pink castle


Romantic:- It can show
that the person is involved in romantic liaison that makes her feel safe and
warm.


Emotional:- A person
held captive by his emotions and sentimentality or a person held captive by a
spirit of homosexuality.


- Purple castle


Safe against persecution:-
Purple represents royalty and redemption. This can therefore symbolize that we
are safe against persecution by the redeeming love of Christ.


Safe in His
protection:- Jesus is showing you that you are safe in His protection
and that you do not have to fear (Luk 1:68).


- White castle


Trusting God:-
Trusting in God our Protector. We are safe in His stronghold and the enemy will
not be able to get to us (Nah 1:7).


CAT


Pride:- Pride, a person
that is stubborn and a hindrance to improvement [untrainable]
(Rom 1:30, Ez 28:2, Ps 10:4, Hos 7:10, Pro 26:12).


Hard heart:- Hardened
heart (Dan 5:20, Jer 17:9)


Foul spirit:- Foul
Spirit, frightful and solitary (Is 13:21, Is 34:14, Jer 50:39, Ps 74:19).


- Black cat


Haughty:- A proud and
haughty person whose mind is elated with himself, soul swelled with pride,
vanity, and a high conceit of himself, their merit and worth. He thinks he is
holy and righteous (Prov 8:13, James 4:6).


Contempt:- Person who
tries to control others and treats them with disdain and contempt (Prov 21:24).


Self-righteous:- A
person who trusts in himself, his own righteousness and would deny others a
part of the action (Hab 2:4-5, Rom 1:30).


Witchcraft:- Black cats
are often associated with witchcraft and is used in satanic and other demonic
rituals.


- Ginger cat


Arrogance:- The orange [earthy] colour of the ginger cat can point to an arrogant
person that is very emotional and has a desire to be noticed or given
prominence.


Aggression:- An
aggressive person not at peace with himself or his circumstances (1 Sam 28:15).


Lust:- Can represent a
spirit of lust in the form of lesbianism.


- White cat


Self-love:- A person who
only loves himself. His love to God is only pretence. Such a person acts in a
religious way out of self-love, to selfish ends. Does not regard the glory, the
honour and the interests of Christ but ascribe all he has and does to himself,
his diligence, worth, and merit. Conceit (1 Tim 3:2).


CATERPILLAR [bulldozer]


Destructive presence:-
Shows that there is a destructive presence that wants to cause misery and
corruption in your life (Job 19:26, Job 21:26, Job 24:20).


Evil intent:- The person
can have the intention to destroy that which has been established with great
difficulty and care (Hab 1:3).


New ground:- It points
to a person that is breaking new ground. The Lord will use him to establish
something new. It can be a business innovation that will lay the foundations of
many business opportunities. It can also signify an apostolic type of ministry
which breaks down religious barriers and prepares the way for others to follow
(1 Tess 5:2, 1 Tim 2:7).


CATTLE [cow,
bull, calf]


Prosperity:- It shows
that God wants you to grow and prosper in all the areas of your life and that
He will provide for you (Gen 41:2, Hos 4:16, Num 19:5, Ps 50:10, Gen 41).


The Word:-
A cow can provide milk or meat which shows that you can receive the Word of God
in a simple [milk] or more advanced [meat] manner. Represents the provision of God in your life
(2 Sam 17:29).


Oppression:- Oppression
of the needy (Amos 4:1).


Destruction of prosperity:-
Destruction of prosperity (Gen 41:3, 4, 27).


Unyielding:- It shows
that the person is not open to receive advice and has a passive and unyielding
attitude towards a particular matter (1 Sam 20:30).


Rebellious:- Shows that
the person has a rebellious streak not flexible and becomes defensive when
criticized [sacred cow].


- Cow with horns


Counterfeit:- It is a
warning that the person who is providing advice to you is a counterfeit and
that his information is not to be taken seriously (Act 13:6).


- Red cow


Financial attack:- It is
a warning that there is a possible attack on your finances and/or relationships
(Nah 2:3).


- Speckled cow


Miraculous provision:-
Miraculous provision of the Lord in your life at the cost of those that is
trying to abuse you (Gen 30:40).


Ambition:- Ambition and
fleshly desire to achieve earthly riches (Gen 30:42).


- Calf


Investment:- It can
represent an investment that is set aside for a joyful occasion (Luk 15:23).


Sin offering:- Can
symbolize a sin offering to God (Lev 9:2).


Cleansing:- Purification
and cleansing of a person. (Heb 9:13-14, Luke 15:23, Gen 18:7).


Stubborn:- It can
represent a stubborn person with an immature attitude.


Inability:- A person
unable to deal with his circumstances. Idolatry (Ex 32:4, Deut 9:12, Acts
7:41).


CARAVAN [mobile
home]


Travelling ministry:-
This shows that you may be involved in a ministry or business which will
involve a lot of traveling. You should not have too many things that tie you
down (2 Cor 8:19, Zech 1:17, Rom 10:15).


Transitional period:-
Can also point to a temporary and/or transitional period (1 Pet 2:11).


CARBUNCLE


Joined:- Crimson is the
colour of the stone of the tribe of Levi which means to be joined to or to
adhere. It can show that you will join a group or person or that you will be
accepted into a new fellowship or relationship (Gen 29:34).


CAULDRON [olympic
cauldron]


Paganism:- It is a
symbol of paganism, witchcraft and of the queen of heaven (Lev 18:21, 2 Chron
33:6).


Witchcraft:- Can be a
warning of the Lord that the person is involved in some form of witchcraft or
pagan or queen of heaven worship (Jer 7:8, Jer 44:17).


CAVES [tombs]


Place of safety:- Place
of safety and protection for prophets, priests and kings where they can hide
during their preparation (1 Sam 22:1, Heb 11:38).


Constant attack:- It can
show that you are under a constant attack and/or abuse [from
a person with a Jezebel spirit] and that you are hiding from the world
(1 King 18:4).


Hiding:- It can also be
that a person is hiding away from the work that the Lord has commanded him to
do (1 King 19:13).


- Dark cave


Nearing death:- In a
negative sense a cave can show that a person is nearing physical death and that
the grave has already been prepared (Gen 23:19).


Spirit of darkness:- It
can also show that there is a spirit of darkness hiding that can be coming
against the person and intensive prayer is needed to ward off a spiritual
attack (Ez 33:27).


CEDAR
TREE [pine tree]


Different ranks united:-
This can indicate people of different ranks, prominence and backgrounds that
unite in the service of the church (Is 41:10).


Glory of God’s
church:- Its height can point to the glory and sweet fragrance of the
church of God (Is 60:13, Is 41:19).


Promise of God’s
comfort:- It can also be guidance from the Lord that He will provide you
shadow [comfort] in a time of trial (Is 41:19).


Holy sacrifice:- It can
also point to a holy sacrifice, to be cleansed from sickness and disease (Lev
14:4-7), or the fresh fragrance of your praise and worship to the Lord.


CEILING


Covering:- Confirmation
that you are under the covering [His protection, care and
love] of the Lord (Ez 20:5, Is 62:3).


Prayer blocked:-
Blockage in your prayer life. Shows that the person is experiencing that the
Lord does not hear his prayers (Jer 7:16, Ps 143:7).


CELL
PHONE [telephone]


Direct communication from God:-
It represents direct communication [a message or prophetic
word] from God (Gen 15:1).


Message from God:-
It can show that the Lord has a message for you or it can be a call to listen
carefully and discern what the Lord wants to tell you (Judg 3:20, Is 62:11, Rev
4:1).


Call to pray:- A cell
phone can also represent a call to pray as you are neglecting your
communication [worship, praise and thanksgiving]
with the Lord (Ps 5:2, Ps 32:6).


Gossip:- It can also be
a warning of gossip or the enemy’s voice that is trying to deceive you.


- Cell phone kiosk


Place where God
can be directly contacted:- Doorway to heaven, place of direct
communication with God (Rev 4:1).


- Cell phone that is not
working


Hindered communication:-
Can show that there are issues or obstacles preventing your from hearing from
God1.


- Cell phone repairperson
or technician


Restoring your connection with God:-
Can represent an angel sent to warn you that your connection to the Lord has
been interrupted or broken off. You have to spend more time in fellowship with
the Lord (Matt 17:11).


- Someone phoning you


Call to intercession:-
It can show that the person has a deep need for someone to counsel or support
them, or be a call from the Lord to intercede on behalf of them (Jam 5:16).


CEMENT


Holding together:- It shows
that you are the cement that is needed to hold together the Body of Christ in
order to develop unity and growth (2 Pet 3:5).


Strength:- It also
symbolizes the strength that is needed to build and develop a ministry or a
business (Is 34:9).


CEMETARY [graveyard]


Settled:- It shows that
the issue that you are struggling with has already been settled and that you
should let go of it (Josh 9:15).


Let it go:- Do not
attempt to keep something alive that is dead and buried (2 Pet 1:9, Ecc 3:15).


Not dealt with:- Can
point to iniquities or something that has not been dealt with.


Not accepted:- Even
though it has been settled you have not accepted the outcome (Luke 11:44).


CENTIPEDE


Promise of blessings:-
Literally comes before the rain [blessings of the Lord].


Changing circumstances:-
Symbol of a change in weather [circumstances will change].


Despised:- Neglected and
despised. The humiliation of Christ (Ps 22:6).


Tormented:- To be
tormented.


Soulish actions:- It is
when soulish actions [pride, self-will, self-righteousness,
desire, malice, envy, shame, sorrow, despair] do not die. This results
in everlasting fire [either material, or worse] of
everlasting torment (Is 66:24. Mar 9:44).


CHAFF [dry
grass]


Unacceptable works:- It
can be a warning that your works are not acceptable by God [can represent a call from God to commit yourself to the ways of
the Father] (Ps 1:4, Matt 3:12).


Discouraged:- Shows
someone who is severely discouraged and whose faith is as depleted as dried
grass that is used as fuel for a fire [spiritually dead]
(Mat 6:30, Mat 13:30, Luk 12:28).


CHAIN


Chaining enemy:-
Chaining or shutting up the works of the enemy [satan]
(Rev 20:1).


Punishment:- Punishment.
To be held captive or imprisoned by something other than the Lord [physical, material, emotional, psychological or spiritual powers
or forces] (Judg 16:21, 2 Sam 3:34, Act 12:6, 7, Ez 7:23, Act 21:33, Eph
6:20, 2 Tim 1:16).


Enemy trap:- Falling
into the trap of the enemy or chains of darkness (2 Pet 2:4, Jud 1:6).


- Chain around neck


Pride:- Pride, not
adhering to the advice and teaching of parents and falling into the trap of the
enemy (Ps 73:6).


CHAIR [seat]


Authority to teach the Word:-
Seat of justice. Authority to teach the Word (Mat 23:20).


Position of authority:-
Place of distinction (Mat 23:6, Mar 12:39, Luk 20:46). Position or place of
rank, influence or authority (Mat 23:2).


- Judge’s chair


Actions judged:- Shows
that the person is in a position of authority where his actions and works are
being judged (Rev 20:13, Is 33:22).


Accountability:- It can
be a reminder that you will be held accountable for your actions, or represent
a person in authority [such as CEO, supervisor, church
leader etc.] (Ps 75:7).


Critical:- In a negative
sense it can point to a critical, accusing and judgmental person who is abusing
his position of authority (1 Pet 3:16).


- Rocking chair


Position of rest:- Place
of rest or quietness before the Lord (Is 30:15).


Seat:- Seat of justice
(Job 23:3).


Authority:- Authority to
teach the Word (Mat 23:20).


Ranking:- Place of
distinction (Mat 23:6, Mar 12:39, Luk 20:46). Position or place of rank, influence
or authority (Mat 23:2).


- Wheelchair


Foolish words:- Words of
a fool (Prov 26:7).


Passive person:- Someone
who is passive in a situation or hampered in doing what they are called to do.


Failing ministry:- Can
symbolize a ministry or business which has failed or will fail, or someone not
taking up their rightful position in ministry or business.


CHALCEDONY 


Third stone:- It is the
third stone in the breastplate of the priest. It is also mentioned as one of
the stones in the foundation of the New Jerusalem (Rev 12:19).


Content:- Joyful and
content with life and circumstances (Joel 2:26, Jer 50:19).


Blessed:- It can refer
to a blessed, happy and joyful person who is content with life and his
circumstances (Gen 30:13).


Fruitfulness:- It also
refers to fruitfulness, showing that the Lord will place you in a very fruitful
place or position (Col 1:10, Ez 36:11).


To Adhere,
be joined to:- Shows that we are inseparately joined to God by the Holy
Spirit that is within us. It also shows that you are prepared to adhere to God
in all things (Col 2:19, 1 Cor 6:17, Rom 6:5).


CHAMELEON


Cautious:- A cautious
type of person who acts quickly when the right opportunity arises.


Flexible:- Flexible
person who can adapt to changes around them (Lev 11:30).


Hypocrite:- Difficult to
get to know the person well as he hides his deeper [own
identity] self to others [hypocrite].


Puffed up:- Person who
stays angry [puffed up] for long if angered (Lev
11:30).


CHAMPAGNE


Bubbling personality:-
Descriptive of a person that is happy and joyful [bubbling]
(Job 38:7, Ps 27:6).


Wealth:- This colour can
be associated with wealth and privilege (Deut 8:18, Ruth 2:1). Also linked to
extravagance and plenty.


Upward mobility:-
Associated with a person who gets promoted spiritually as well as financially [symbol of upward mobility8] (Ps 87:27, Luk 14:10).


Festivity:- Symbolic of
festivity and rites of passage [spiritual maturity]
when a person is released in adulthood or into ministry (1 Cor 14:10).


Luxury and power:-
Associated with luxury and power (Ps 147:5, Gen 32:28).


















CHAOS


Disruption:- It is a
warning of an impending event that can disrupt your plans or the smooth running
of your business, ministry or personal life (Jer 4:19).


CHARCOAL


Expectation:-
Descriptive of a person that is ready and prepared to get going (Rom 15:20).


Prepare:-A person that
is prepared and ready to spread the Gospel (1 Cor 8:19).


Persistence:- Can refer
to a person that looks weak on the outside but with a strong inner power (1 Cor
15:58, Heb 3:14).


Urgency to preach the Gospel:-
Charcoal is used to make fire and points to the inherent potential [by the power of the Holy Spirit] of a person with the
burning desire to proclaim freedom in Christ (Heb 12:29, John 18:18).9


CHARIOT


Throne:- Throne, nation
or kingdom (Hag 2:22).


Life:- As with other
vehicles, it can symbolize the life of a person or an activity and involvement
in a career, ministry, business (2 Kings 10:16).


Evil force:- Can
represent a wind (See Zech 6:1-8). Beelzebub [lord of the
flies – satan] is the central evil force giving instructions to the 4
winds [chariots] (Mat 10:25, Mat 12:24, Mat 12:27,
Mar 3:22).


Demonic opposition:- It
can represent demonic or strong opposition.


CHEEK/S


Emotions:- The cheek
shows the emotions of a person [angry, to be blown up,
shyness, to blush, etc.]. It can therefore point to a soft-hearted or
emotional person (Mat 5:39, Song 5:13).


Offended:- It can point
to a person that is offended and feeling insulted.


- Cheek slapped


Insulted:- It means that
a person is being scorned and insulted (Job 16:10).


Contempt:- To be treated
with contempt or to be broken down publicly before your peers (1 King 22:24,
Mic 5:1).


CHEESE


Wisdom:- Cheese can
symbolize wisdom brought forth through experience and many exploits or from
learning from the Word of God.


Rely on experience:- It
can be a call from the Lord to rely more on your understanding and experience
of the matters you are involved in (Job 12:12).


Life’s mill:- To be
curdled like cheese can show that you are going been through life’s mill [tough times] at the moment which can be disheartening (Job
10:10). Yet it will bring forth maturity and character and that you should not
despair.


CHEETAH


Speed and skill:- A
cheetah is known for its speed and skill in catching prey.


Skilful:- It can thus
symbolize a person with excellent skills, ability to identify and sell to a
client, minister or evangelize a potential convert with great skill and ability
(1 Cor 9:24).


Fading quickly:- A
cheetah is known for its short bursts of energy when hunting. It would then
symbolize a person who can react quickly to solve an issue but does not have
staying power, will fade quickly and retreat in order to find other easy prey (1
Thes 3:1). Unfortunately such a person often loses his clients to bigger
organizations with better staying power, resulting in dis-heartedness.


CHEMICAL [sprayed
on person]


Holy Spirit
intervention:- It can represent a strong intervention by the Holy Spirit
to cleanse a person from sin and iniquity (Jer 33:8, Ez 36:25, Ez 43:20).


Infectious influence:-
From a negative perspective it can represent a spiritual presence which is
trying to infect and pollute your thoughts and actions or to lead you into sin
(Jer 29:8).


- Chemical sprayed on
insects


Intervention:- This
represents an intervention from outside to destroy evil spirits or forces that
negatively affect your fruitfulness and productivity. It is normally an
intervention by the Holy Spirit (Mat 10:8, Ez 36:25).


CHEQUE


Needs provided:- This
can show that your needs will be provided [the cheque is in
the mail] and that you must stand fast in faith (Heb 11:1).


- Bouncing or bad cheque


Warning of deception:-
This can be a warning that the person you are transacting with, may plan to
steal from you and that you must be careful in financial dealings (Eph 5:6).


Provision not received:-
It can also mean that you are not receiving the provision that the Lord has
prepared for you due to a lack of and trust and reliance in the Father (Col
2:18).


CHESS


Pre-emptive planning:-
This shows involvement in a situation which will require pre-empting a variety
of circumstances before taking a decision[scenario planning].


Careful decision-making:-
You will have to carefully consider the consequences as bad decisions may lead
to your undoing (Prov 25:8, 1:11, 1 Cor 9:26, Jer 21:5).


Skilful negotiations:-
Shows that you will be involved in negotiations or discussions that will
require skilful strategies and arguments to convince the other person of your
position (Ex 32:18).


Destructive opponent:-
It can be a warning that the people you are negotiating with has an agenda to
manoeuvre [manipulate] you into a disadvantaged
position to either convince you of their position or to destroy you, your
business or ministry altogether (2 Sam 20:19).


CHEST


Need for nurturing:- Can
show a need for nurturing, love and care (John 13:25) or to be taken care of
(Lam 4:3).


Safe place:- It can
symbolize a place of safety and comfort (Jud 18:10).


Freemasonry:- One naked
breast of a woman can point to the workings of the queen of heaven or
Freemasonry (Job 24:9, Gen 39:7, Job 1:21).


- Beating chest


Victory:- In some
cultures men would beat their chest after beating their opponents. It can
therefore be an act of victory or glory (1 John 5:4).


Sorrow:- This often
shows that the person is experiencing intense sorrow and despair (Nah 2:7).


CHESTNUT


Naked/Exposed:-
It can represent a person that feels exposed [naked]
and vulnerable (Gen 3:7, Mic 1:8).


Strength and Beauty:-
Chestnut is the fruit of a tree of strength and beauty (Hos 14:6, Ez 31:8)10.
It is therefore associated with a beautiful person with a strong personality
and pure character.


Investing:- It can indicate
that it is time to invest [from a business sense] to
prepare for a brighter future [or for times of lack]
(2 King 19:29, Ps 107:37).


Sinful lifestyle:-
Represents the judgment of wrongdoing and sinful lifestyle (Lev 62:9, Rev
1:15).


Sowing:- It is a call to
sow spiritual seed in order to reap a spiritual return (Prov 11:18, Gal 6:8).


CHEWING


Think through:- It means
that you must think the matter through well before you act in order to consider
all the angles and to wait for the guidance of the Lord (1 Tim 4:15).


- Chewing gum


Not seriously considering:-
Shows that the person acts as if he is considering a matter but is not
approaching it with wisdom and understanding, or is not serious or able to
consider it (Deut 1:29).


- Chewing tough meat


Criticism:- It shows
that you must prepare yourself to receive a word of caution or criticism that
will be tough to deal with (Is 28:14).


Tough project:- It can
also show that you will have a tough project and that you will be expected to
endure (Act 27:7). It may also be a caution that you should think the matter
through in more detail.


CHICK


Blessing:- Blessing and
favour of God (Ps 128:3, Ps 127:3).


Gift:- Gift of God (Gen
33:5, Ps 127:3).


Innocence:- Can
represent an innocent, naïve or defenceless person (Job 33:9).


CHICKEN [cock]


Caring:- Shows that the
person has a warm, nurturing, caring and protective personality (Luke 13:34).


Complaining:- Shows that
the person continuously nags and complains about everything (Prov 19:13).


Half-hearted:- It can
also refer to a person that is fearful or half-hearted1.


- Eating chicken


Teaching:- To receive
revelationary teaching1.


CHILD


New:- Something new out
of the Hand of God. It can be a new phase in your life, a new beginning, a new
business or ministry. It can even be that God is making you a new creation [as a child] (Ps 127:3).


Favour:- Blessing and
favour of God (Ps 128:3, Ps 127:3).


Answer:- Answer to
prayer (Gen 25:21, 1 Sam 1:27, Luk 1:13).


Gift:- Gift of God (Gen
33:5, Ps 127:3).


Truth:- Truth out of the
mouth of the seemingly immature (Ps 148:13, Mat 21:15, Mat 21:16).


Future:- Can show that
the Lord gives you a righteous future and inheritance.


Curse:- A curse or
cursed child [acts of disobedience, bitterness, under the
curse of the law, religious spirit], child of the darkness (2 Peter
2:14, Eph 2:3).


- Black or dark child


Negative inheritance:-
Negative inheritance. Passing on of worldly values, religious spirit (1 Pet
1:18).


- Child with adult head or
face


No understanding of the Holy
Spirit:- A person with
good knowledge of the Bible, theology and the Law things but is not baptized in
the Holy Spirit, or has very little knowledge of the workings of the Holy
Spirit (Is 30:1).


- Children of different
families


Church:- Representative
of the children of God gathering together in church1.


CHILDBIRTH


New thing:- It can show
that the Lord will bring forth a new thing out of His Hand. It can be the
beginning of a new phase in your life, or the establishment of a new enterprise
or ministry (Rev 21:5).


Recreated:- It can even
be that God is making you a new creation [as a child]
(Ps 127:3). Someone being born again or ready to be born again (Is 66:8, Act
2:41).


CHILDLESS


Reproach:- It can show
that the person is carrying reproach and discontent in his heart.


Discontent:- A call from
the Lord to deal with discontent (1 Sam 1:6).


CHOCOLATE [cake,
candy]


Eros Love:-
Chocolate is seen as an aphrodisiac in some cultures and still is a popular
Valentine’s Day gift. Its association is therefore with erotic feelings and
sexual stimulation (2 Pet 2:18).


Friendliness:-
Chocolates often link to moments when people made you feel welcome and are
friendly to you (Judg 19:3, 1 Pet 3:8).11


Encouragement:- It can
be associated with the need to be encouraged or cheered up [as with comfort food] and is therefore a visual stimulant
that causes a person to feel hungry (2 Cor 13:11, Ruth 2:13).


Pleasure:- It can
symbolize pleasure and having a good time [worldly pleasure].
It relates to things which make us feel good but do not necessarily improve and
enrich us as people12 (Is 47:8, 2 Pet 2:13, ).


Idol Devotion:-
Chocolate was often offered at idol altars and religious events13. It can
therefore be associated with idol devotion (Lev 19:4, Mal 1:10, Ez 6:6).


CHOIR


Praise:- The Body of
Christ, praising Him in unity. Every participant is participating fully in
achieving the same objective [to save the lost] (2
Sam 19:35).


CHOKING


Preventing:- It shows
that you are prevented from doing what you are called for, or that you have
great difficulty in completing a specific task (Mark 4:19). It can also point to
an obstacle in your life.


Anger:- It is also
possible that you are choking with anger towards a person or a specific
situation (Mark 4:19).


CHORD [musical
chord]


In harmony:- A chord can
show that “you are striking a chord” in a person’s
life, meaning that you are in harmony with a person or a situation (John 3:29).


Special relationship:-
It can therefore relate to a special relationship (Hos 11:4).


Mourning:- It can show
that you are sad or mourning the loss of a person or relationship.


- Broken chord


Loss:- A broken chord
can point to the loss of a team member.


CHURCH


Body of Christ:-
A church represents the Body of Christ and the condition, size and colour of
the church can give you an indication of what the Lord is telling you.


Safe place:- It can be a
place of safety and harmony. It can also represent a body of people which can
be an organization or business (Judg 18:10).


A person or organisation:-
It can sometimes represent a particular person or can be a natural description
of a specific church or congregation (Matt 16:18, 1 Tim 3:15).


- Church building


Natural description:- It
can sometimes represent a specific person or can be an actual description of a
specific church or congregation (Matt 16:18, Rev 3:18).


- Church service


Worship:- It can
represent the desire of a person to belong to a congregation where God is
worshipped in truth and with pure hearts (1 Chron 28:8, Ezra 10:1, John 4:24).


Religious spirit:- In a
negative sense a church service can represent a religious spirit and people
attending church just to be seen by the world (Matt 16:6, Ps 1:5).


CIGAR


Arrogance:- Cigars are
often smoked by arrogant and self-righteous people who look down on others (Mal
3:15). A caution that the person is haughty and needs to repent and renew their
mind to become more humble (1 Sam 2:3).


Achievement:- Men would
often smoke a cigar when they reach a major achievement or have a child. It can
therefore be associated with reaching a milestone or major achievement.


CIGARETTE


Presumption:- To act in
presumption, or to act as if you are doing God’s work where you are in fact
promoting your own agenda (1 Sam 13:7-13, Is 65:3, 5).


Insensitive:- It can
also represent a person that is not sensitive to the discomfort caused by their
actions towards other people.


- Cigarette in toe


Enslaved:- Points to a
stronghold in your life that you are having difficulty to be delivered from.


CINNABAR


Eloquent:- Can point to
a person who is eloquent of speech and very good at doing business (Act 14:12,
Jam 4:13).


Negativity:-Negative
thoughts poisoned by toxic/poisonous emotions (Tit 1:15, 2 Tim 3:8).


Healing:- It can also be
a preparation [and confirmation of] for the healing
that you have prayed for (Prov 3:8, Jer 33:6).


Suitable:- Symbolic of
suitability for cultivation or prepared for release into ministry (2 Cor 12:14,
Ex 23:20, 1 Pet 3:15).


Earnest Prayer:-
Spirit of supplication [humble and earnest prayer,
petition, earnest request] (1 King 8:54, Zech 12:10).


CINNAMON


New heart:- New heart
with fragrant spices. Holiness of heart, emitting an odour of holiness (Song
4:12-14, 2 Chron 16:9, Luke 10:22).


Seduction:- Odour of
deception and seduction (Jam 1:14).


Counterfeit:- Can be the
counterfeit heart of the bride (Prov 7:17-19).


- Wild cinnamon [cassia]


Humility:- Homage to God
alone, humility, to bow down (Matt 4:10, Ex 30:23-25, John 8:49-50, Ps 45:8, Ez
27:19).


CIRCLE [shapes,
round]


Completeness:- It
represents unity and completeness (Ps 133:1).


Wisdom:- To be blessed
with wisdom in order to represent the interests or opinions of a group of
people (Ps 32:7).


Authority to rule:-
Authority to rule over an encircled [clearly identified]
area (Eph 4:13, Gen 41:41).


Seasons:- It can also
represent time or seasons [signifying time for sowing and
time for reaping].


Inconclusive:- It can
show that an argument cannot be concluded as long as the same argument goes in
circles [repeats itself].


Protection:- Surrounded
by the Lord’s protection (Ps 32:7, Ps 34:7).


Fellowship:- Fellowship
and inclusivity (Song 1:12).


Assembly:- An assembly
of people [group of people with like interests] (Jer
6:11, Jer 15:17).


Boundary:- Boundary or
border of influence (Gen 23:17, Ex 25:25).


- Black circle


United with darkness:-
It shows that you are not in union with Jesus Christ [the
Light of the world] but are warned that you are in unity with the spirit
of darkness.


Rejection:- It can also
show that you may be experiencing feelings of rejection and of not belonging
(Jer 15:17).


CIRCUMCISION


Covenant:- It can
represent a reminder of a divine agreement [covenant]
between you and God (Gen 17:10-12, Luke 2:21).


Old Testament
truths:- It can also represent a covenant based on Old Testament truths
and the letter of the law [religiosity] (Rom 2:25,
Jam 2:10-11, Heb 10:1).


CITRUS


- Grapefruit [citrus]


Self-promotion:- It can
represent a person focusing on self-promotion (1 King 7:1).


Backsliding:-
Backsliding, leaven (1 King 11:6).


Bitterness:- A
grapefruit is bitter and has 13 segments. This can point to bitterness and
rebellion in a person (Gen 17:25).


- Lemon [lime, citrus, 10]


Responsibility:- It can
reflect our responsibility towards God and to the church [by
giving our tithes to the church]. It can also represent a congregation
(John 4:34).


Divine perfection:- A
lemon has 10 sections which symbolize divine perfection (Ps 50:2). Ten and
multiples of ten often refer to divine perfection [fulfilment,
responsibility of men before God]. (Ex 20:2-17, Deut 5:6-21). It can
also represent a congregation.


Cleansing:- Even though
it is sour it alkalizes and cleans the body.


Failed deal:- It can
show a business deal which has failed [gone sour]
(Lam 4:9).


Shamelessness:- A lemon
with a wrinkled skin can show involvement in shameless activities (Hos 4:18).
Disapproving of a person’s actions [giving him a lemon].


Divine perfection:- A
lemon has 10 sections which symbolizes divine perfection.


- Orange [citrus, 12]


Completeness:- An orange
has 12 sections which can point to permanency, unity and completeness
sanctioned by Divine election [the tree of life bore twelve
kinds of fruit]. It represents perfection.


Perfect government:-
Perfect government, a nation [12 tribes, 12 apostles]
(Ex 24:4).


Apostolic calling:- It
can also refer to the authority or apostolic calling of a person (1 Cor 9:2).


Sense of belonging:- It
also refers to a sense of belonging [12 stones in the high
priest’s breastplate] (Ex 28:21, Rev 21:19-21).


Cycle:- A Cycle or a
period in one’s life [12 months].


- Clementine [11, naartjie,
tangerine]


Imperfection:- A
naartjie normally has 11 sections which points to imperfection, disorder,
disorganization and rebelliousness (Is 58:1).


Inner conflict:- It can
refer to internal conflict (Phil 1:3), discord, disorder, excess, violence
(Prov 29:22).


CITY [town]


Place of refuge:- A
place of refuge, safety, commerce, activity (Num 35:6). It can represent a
church, ministry, business or career.


Destination:- Sometimes
it is a place where the Lord wants to send you to.


Pure and righteousness:-
Take a careful look at what characterizes the City [crime,
gambling, sexual iniquity, etc.] and what it represents. For example, a
bright clean city can point to a ministry, church or business that is pure and
righteous (Ecc 9:7, Is 1:26).


- Dirty or smoky city


Defilement and uncleanness:-
This can show a defiled business or church, or reveal the presence of unclean
spirits (Is 1:21).


- City at a river mouth


Worldwide expansion:- It
can represent a church, ministry, career or business, led by the Holy Spirit,
that is ready to grow and expand worldwide (Is 25:3).


CLAPPING
HANDS


Celebration:- It refers
to a celebration (Ps 98:8).


Honoured:- It can
represent a situation where people are honoured for the work they are doing for
the Lord, or that the Lord is quietly satisfied with the person (2 King 11:12,
Ps 47:1).


CLASSROOM


Teacher:- This can be a
call to the teaching profession (Ex 35:34).


Leadership:- It can also
be a reminder of something that happened to you at school that the Lord wants
to deal with. It shows that you will be involved in the leadership and/or
teaching a cell-group (Luke 2:52).


CLAY [mud]


Vulnerable:- Reminder
that you are vulnerable and of passing nature (Job 13:12, Job 10:9) and that
you should not be proud [arrogant] or think that you
can do things separate from God (Is 29:16, Is 45:9).


CLEMENTINE [11,
naartjie]


Imperfection:- A
naartjie normally has 11 sections which points to imperfection, disorder,
disorganization and rebelliousness (Is 58:1).


Inner conflict:- It can
refer to internal conflict (Phil 1:3), discord, disorder, excess, violence
(Prov 29:22).


CLIFF [precipice]


Risky:- It can be a
warning that the enterprise that you want to embark on at this given time is
very risky and you run the risk of losing everything you have (Jer 6:10).


Life in danger:- It can
also show that your life is in danger and that you must look for a safer place
to go to (1 Chron 11:19).


CLOAK [jacket,
mantle, clothes]


Baptised into Jesus:-
Shows that someone is being baptized into Jesus Christ (Gal 3:27).


Lord’s favour:- The
favour of the Lord. Covered by the favour of the Lord which brings feelings of
decency, warmth, being loved and comforted (Job 31:20).


Righteousness:- To be
clothed with the armour of God. To have a righteous heart. It reveals the heart
of someone who lives out this righteousness in a practical manner (Prov 31:13).


Anointed:- Anointed for
a prophetic office or given authority (1 King 19:19, 2 King 2:8, 13, 14, Joh
19:23, Mat 9:20,21, Mat 14:36, Mat 21:7,8, Mat 9:16, Mat 17:2, Mat 24:18, Mat
26:65, Mat 27:31-35).


Qualified for the task:-
Symbolic of a person that is qualified for the task [ready
to be released].


Authority:- It is also a
symbol of belonging or symbol of authority [in the Name of
Jesus] (Gal 3:27 John 19:2, 5).


Covering:- Covering of
Jesus (2 Tim 4:13, Joh 19:2, Joh 19:5).


Favour:- The favour of
the Lord (Ex 3:21).


Wickedness:- Can be a
caution of the presence of a wicked person (1 Pet 2:16).


- Brown cloak


Prophetic ministry:- A
brown cloak can show that the person is called to a prophetic ministry [cloak of humility] (Jer 1:5).


- Brown leather cloak


Abusing authority:- This
can show abusing a position of authority to benefit own or personal interests,
or building own image to benefit own or personal interests (1 Sam 13:14).


- Evening Cloak


Promotion:- An
evening-cloak is a special garment that is only worn at special occasions. It
can therefore show that the person will be raised up [promoted]
by the Lord and given a position of honour and dignity (Gen 49:3, Ps 45:13).


- Goat or camel hair cloak


Humility:- Symbolic of a
very humble person, denying himself worldly benefits (Mat 3:4).


Poverty spirit:- Can
indicate the presence of a poverty spirit (Mat 3:4).


- Leather cloak


Provision:- Waistcoats
or jackets of skin can be seen as God’s provision for us even though we have

- Orange cloak


Powerful prophetic anointing:-

CLOCK [watch]


Take note of the type of watch and other symbols that can
provide context.


Future event:- If it is
a modern [in the present] up to date watch, it
represents the Lord revealing something which is going to happen soon (Eph
5:16, Ps 74:9).


Time is running out:-
Can show that time to deal with a particular issue has run out or is running
out (Jer 8:20).


Past:- An old [or antique] watch can refer to something that happened in
the past.


- Grandfather clock


Past recalled:- The Holy
Spirit is revealing something to you that happened in the past, or reminds you
of an important event in the past that is relevant for the season you are in
now (1 Chron 11:2, Ps 90:4).


CLOTH [washcloth]


Doctrine:- It can
represent the doctrine of a denomination or ministry which is used to wash away
other doctrines or understanding of the truth (Mat 4:23, John 15:3).


- Dirty cloth


False doctrine:- It
symbolizes a misleading or false doctrine that is being taught (Tit 1:11, Mark
7:7).


Take care:- It can also
be a warning that you must be careful of the teachings that you are exposed to
at the moment (Mark 7:7).


Sinful teacher:- It can
also show that the teacher has sin in his life.


- Table cloth


Provision prepared:- It
can mean that God has already prepared the provision that you need and that He
wants to bless you.


No own effort:- You will
receive without own effort! (Ex 16:4, 15, 1 Cor 10:3). It can also represent
the covering and protection of the Lord, showing that you can rest in Him and
not be dependent on your own efforts (Deut 8:3).


Provided by God:-
Can represent the manna on the dew that is provided by God (Num 11:9).


CLOTHES [garments]


Spiritual preparation:-
It symbolizes the nature of a person’s spiritual preparation.


Heavenly covering:-
Clothed with heavenly covering or presence of Christ (2 Cor 5:2,3, Mat 21:7,
Mat 24:18, Mat 26:65, Luk 8:27, Mat 22:11, Mat 7:15).


Protection:- Covering,
kindness and protection (Deut 8:4, Deut 29:5, Neh 9:21).


Righteousness:-
Righteousness and salvation (Is 61:10).


- Dirty clothes


Iniquities:- Dirty
clothes can symbolize iniquities (Zech 3:4).


CLOTHING


Spiritual preparation:-

Evil destroyed:-

- Waistcoat


Spiritual:- To be
clothed with the Armour of God. To have a righteous heart. It reveals the heart
of a person who practically lives out this righteousness (Prov 31:13).


- Gloves


Risky:- Shows that you
are prepared to embark on a risky, potentially controversial road where things
can boomerang against you.


Preparation:- You need
to be emotionally, spiritually and physically prepared in order to deal with
the issues (Ps 24:3-4).


- Black or dirty gloves


Un-dealt issues:- Can be
a warning that you are not ready to help others to deal with controversial
issues as you have not dealt with them in your own life (Ez 13:22).


- White gloves


Righteous person:- It
points to a righteous person who can deal with controversial issues in an
honest and just manner (Ez 23:45).


- Hat [turban]


Heart attitude:- The
type of turban may show the person’s attitude [heart
attitude] towards work or a particular situation, such as an army hat
which can mean that you must be prepared for war (Ez 16:10).


Salvation:- Symbolic of
the promise of salvation as part of the armour of God (Eph 6:17, Is 59:17).


Holy Spirit
led:- Prepared to submit to the leading and protection of the Holy Spirit
(Ex 29:9).


Worldly submission:- It
can show the authority you are submitting yourself to, for example the world or
a specific person.


Dedication:- Symbol of
dedication [dedicated to the Lord, sports team etc.]
(Zech 6:11, Ex 28:2-4, Ex 29:6, Lev 8:6-9, Heb 2:8, Heb 2:9, Rev 4:4,10, Rev
5:8-14).


Authority:- Authority
and honour (Ex. 28:40, Ex 29:9, Ex 39:28). It can show under whose authority a
person is submitting [whether it is the world or a person].


Prepared:- Active and
well-prepared for the service of God. Anointed with the Holy Spirit (Lev 10:7,
Ps 45:7, Is 61:1, 1 John 2:27, Rev 19:8).


Protection:- Submission
to the spiritual authority and covering of the Holy Spirit (Ex 29:9).
Protection (Eph 6:17).


Salvation:- Hope of
salvation (Is 59:17).


Subjection:- It can be
seen a mark of subjection. Subjection to the world or to a person. By wearing a
hat when praying in the Spirit you are dishonouring God (1 Cor 11:3-7).


- Black Hat


Mind-set of affliction:-
This can symbolize thoughts [mind-set] of affliction
and calamity (Job 3:5).


Worldly mind-set:- A
person whose mind is still guided by the world, or the enemy (Job 10:20-22).


Submitted to the unrighteous:-
Submitting to an unrighteous authority (Ex 29:9).


Clouded mind-set:-
Walking in darkness with a negative or clouded mind-set.


- White Hat


Holy Spirit
led:- A person under the leading and guidance of the Holy Spirit (2 Tim
4:13, John 19:2, 5, Ex 29:9).


Renewed mind:- A renewed
mind, under the Lord’s authority. Focusing on holiness and purity with a Godly
character (Rom 12:2).


- Sombrero


Uncaring attitude:- It
can show an uncaring attitude towards your work, ministry, or sporting activity
(Prov 6:10, Is 5:27).


Resting:- Symbolizes
resting after a period of hard work.


- Gown [ball-gown, sleepwear]


Honourable position:- A
ball-gown is a special garment worn only at special occasions and can therefore
show that the person will be raised up by the Lord and given a position of
honour and dignity (Gen 49:3, Ps 45:13).


- Shirt


Heart attitude:- It
relates to the heart attitude [motivation] of the
person [as representative of the breastplate of
righteousness]. It shows that the person is prepared to be a minister
for the Lord. The colour of the shirt will give clearer guidelines as to the
attitude of the person.


Righteousness:-
Righteous covering. Someone with a righteous heart, teaching the Word of God
(Eph 6:14).


- Wearing only shirt


High risk:- Curiosity,
talking but not doing the Word, being at the wrong place, high risk, potential
to lose your money in a business deal (Mark 14:51-2, John 21:7, Mic 1:8, Is
20:2-4).


Trusting worldly abilities:-
Shows someone who trusts in worldly and personal abilities in his preparation
for ministry (Ps 147:10).


- Wrinkled shirt


Not dealt with past hurts:-
Someone who has not dealt with past hurts and is thus not teaching the Word
freely and in righteousness and who can therefore not do justice to the work of
God (Ps 105:21).


- Without shirt


At ease:- To be at ease,
and free from trouble, affliction, and persecution (Song 5:3).


Off-guard:- A person
involved in carnal pleasures that can be caught off guard (Neh 4:23)


Temptation:-
Shamelessness and temptation (Gen 39:12).


Unrighteous:-
Unrighteous and legalistic behaviour (Acts 15:5). It can show that the person
is not clothed with the breastplate of righteousness resulting in religious and
legalistic behaviour (Acts 15:5).


Business failure:-
Losing vast amounts of money in business deals.


- Underpants [shorts]


Basic covering:- Can
show basic [or the minimum] covering (1 Sam 2:18, 2
Sam 6:14).


Honouring God:-
Shows holding on tightly to God. It can refer to abundantly praising and
honouring God (Jer 13:11), or to righteousness and faithfulness (Is 11:5, Jer
13:11).


Prophetic garment:- It
is also a prophetic garment [Elijah] (2 Kings 1:8,
Mat 3:4, Is 20:2, Jer 13:1).


Self-sufficiency:- It
can be a caution of a self-sufficient and independent person who has a fleshly
approach towards ministry.


Not covered:- It can
also be a warning that the person is not covered by the Lord (Ps 147:10).


- Hairy or sack underpants


Sign of mourning:- A
sign of mourning, or a warning to prepare for mourning.


- Torn, lost shorts or
underpants


Stubborn-ness:- A
caution that the person is not holding on to God. It can also refer to
stubbornness wickedness and not obeying God, or point to worship of strange [other] gods (Jer 13:10, Jer 13:11).


- Tie


Detail:- A tie speaks of
rounding off and dealing with detail. E.g. as it rounds off the teacher’s
shirt, it can symbolize the rounding off of someone for a teaching or preaching
ministry (1 Chron 25:8, John 3:2).


- Red tie


Final redemption:- Power
dressing. Final preparations to teach on the redemption of Christ (Heb 9:12).


Not ready:- Can be a
warning that the person is not ready for a teaching ministry (Mat 23:10).


- Trousers [pants]


Spiritual covering:-
Spiritual covering by Jesus Christ in your walk [in
business, ministry, etc.] with Him. Not merely depending on own strength
in ministry.


Truth:- Girded by the
belt of truth (Eph 6:14, Is 11:5).


- Without trousers [naked legs]


Trusting in own strength:-
Trusting in worldly and own strength in your preparation for ministry (Ps
147:10) [the legs represent strength and if they are
uncovered the person is not being guided by the Holy Spirit. It shows
self-sufficiency and independence].


- Uniform [army uniform]


Spiritual armour:- Shows
that the person is protected by spiritual armour, ready for battle and prepared
for spiritual warfare (1 Sam 17:5, Eph 6:11-16).


Own battle:- Can be a
caution that the person is attempting to battle against spiritual issues on his
own, with his own power and skills.


CLOSET


Introvert:- Can point to
an introverted or shy type of person.


Unrevealed:- It can also
be a personal matter that the person is not ready to reveal [personal issues] to others (Deut 29:29, 1 Sam 19:2).


Hiding secret:- Shows
that the person is hiding a secret or secret, un-dealt sin from others.


Double life:- It can
also show that the person is living a double life and has not revealed his true
self (Ps 119:104, Zech 8:17, Luke 12:2).


CLOUDS


Presence:- It can
signify the protection, presence (Ps 104:3, 13) and the awesome wonder of God
(Job 37:16).


God’s power:- It exhibits
the power and wisdom of God (Ps 135:6-8, Jer 10:13, Jer 51:16, Job 36:27-28,
Job 37:10-11, Prov 3:20).


God’s presence:- It
reveals the presence of God [dust of God’s feet]
(Nah 1:3).


Witnesses:- It can refer
to witnesses (Heb 12:1).


Prayers:- It can also
symbolize our prayers rising up to God (Zech 10:1, Joel 2:2).


Blessings:- It can also
be the promise of the blessing of the Lord to come (Amo 9:6).


Promise:- Promise that
God will relieve your pressure and anguish (Is 18:4, Is 25:5, Luk 12:54).


Judgment:- Judgments of
God (Lam 2:1, Ez 30:3, Ez 34:12, Joel 2:2).


Hypocrisy:- Hypocrisy
(Hos 6:4, Hos 13:3, Jud 1:12, 2 Pet 2:17, Prov 25:14).


Bound up:- To bind up,
(Job 26:8) to spread out (Job 26:9) and to scatter (Job 37:11).


- Blood red clouds


Covered by forgiveness:-
Red can symbolize the redemptive blood of Jesus. It can therefore show that God
is covering you with His forgiveness and love (Is 44:22).


- Clear skies [no clouds]


Trial passed:- Shows
that the period of trial and tribulation has passed and that you will enter a
period of peace and calm (Ps 85:10).


- Clouds forming


Spiritual atmosphere:-
Clouds forming can point to a spiritual atmosphere building up which will
influence your future in a positive manner. Wait therefore in expectation (Ex
19:9).


- Clouds without water


False teacher:- Can
refer to a false teacher or a fraudulent person (Hab 2:18).


- Dark clouds


Negative thoughts:- This
can represent a person that is oppressed by negative and depressive thoughts
and feelings of hopelessness.


Coming judgment:- It can
also be a warning of Gods coming judgments (Gen 7:11-12, Job 37:13, Ps 77:17).


- Red clouds


God’s anger:- Warning of
the anger of God (2 Kings 23:26).


Anger:- Can be a warning
that someone is becoming angry towards you, or a warning that you will become
involved in some kind of argument or dispute (Job 10:17).


- Rosy Red clouds [Reuben, Sardis]


Vision of the Son:-
Originates from the Sardis stone of the Tribe of Reuben which refers to the
throne of God or vision of the Son (Rev 4:3, Gen 29:32).


New beginning:-
Signifies a new beginning based on hope and the foundations of His new Kingdom
(Rev 21:20).


God first:- God loves
you, He is your first love and therefore He must remain your first priority (Ez
28:13, Matt 22:37).


Holy presence:- It is a
reflection of the holiness and presence of God in the person’s life.


Caring:- Represents
softness and caring (Is 18:4, Is 25:5, Luk 12:54).


- Storm clouds


Hostile:- Refers to a
hostile and intimidating person, people or approaching danger (Jer 4:13, Ez
38:9, Ez 38:16).


Sin:- Can also point to
sin in a persons’ life (Is 44:22) [see whirlwind].


- Thick clouds


Built up atmosphere:-
Thick clouds can point to a spiritual atmosphere that has built up, warning of
a period of danger, instability or tribulation (Job 3:5, Job 26).


- White clouds


Blessings promised:- To
expect the promises of the blessing of the Lord to come (Amos 9:6).


Promised revival:- It
can also be the promise of the revival that you will be part of (Amo 9:6).


God’s presence:- It can
signify the glorious presence of the Lord. The awesome and holy presence of God
(Job 37:16).


Praise:- To praise and
glorify God (Ps 148:4).


CLOWN [minstrel]


Joyful person:- In a
positive sense it can represent a joyful person full of humour and joy that is
always prepared to encourage [build up] other
people.


Fun:- It is a person
that can see the fun side of life (Is 66:5, Prov 10:23).


Mockery:- It shows that
the person is making a mockery [mocking spirit] of a
certain situation or is humiliating himself.


Insincere:- The person
is not sincere in what he is involved with.


Rebellious:- It can also
point to a rebellious attitude in a person (Hab 2:6, Mark 15:31).


Falseness:- To be
comical and to make sport by playing ludicrous tricks14 (Hab 2:6, Luk 23:11).


Deceiver:- This colour
can be associated with satan, the deceiver (Act 5:3, 2 John 1:7).


CLUSTER [of
grapes]


Believers:- Refers to a
group of believers7 (Is 65:8).


Fruitful:- Fruitfulness
(Song 7:7).


Refreshment:- Represents
the refreshment and provision of God (Hos 9:10).


Reward:- Shows that the
person or group will receive the fruit [reward] of
their hard work (Luk 6:44, Amos 9:13).


Forgiveness:- It also
carries the promise of the forgiveness of sins (Judges 9:13, Matt 7:16, 2 Cor
1:20).


COACH [mentor]


Disciple:- It can point
to someone that looks up at you for advice, protection and discipling (Is 9:15,
2 Sam 16:20).


Mentor:- It shows that
the person is prepared to be mentored [discipled] by
a spiritual father or mother (Mar 8:38).


COAL


Potential:- Coal
contains oil [representing the Holy Spirit] which
means that the person has the potential [through the power
of the Holy Spirit] to burn with fervour in proclaiming the liberty and
the grace of God (Heb 12:29, John 18:18).


Feelings of Despair:-
Descriptive of emotional turmoil and feelings of despair (Jer 8:18, Ez 7:27, Ez
21:7).


Negativity:- Associated
with a negative person (Ps 106:42).


Wickedness and Evil:-
Coal is associated with people involved in wickedness, crime and evil (John
3:19, Job 6:15-16, Luk 11:34).


Ability to absorb heat:-
Coal is associated with heating without decomposing15. It can therefore be
symbolic of a person that is able to withstand difficult circumstances without
faltering (Is 53:7, Ps 102:26).


False Teaching:-
It can show that a matter has not been resolved or is not clear. It can be a
warning that the person is being deceived or influenced by false teachings (Jer
14:14). It can also point to the presence of a deceiving and evil spirit that
is clouding the light of the Lord (Job 10:22, Amos 9:10).


COAST


Boundary:- The coast
shows that you have reached the end of a season or is nearing the boundary of
the current phase of your life (Jer 5:22).


Greater things:- You are
warned to prepare for an expansion of your boundary and for new and greater
things to happen in your life (1 Chron 4:10).


International expansion:-
It can also show that you have to be prepared for the international expansion
of your business or ministry.


Fleshly activities:- It
can also be associated with the beach, pointing to a desire for fleshly and
worldly activities (John 3:6).


















COAT [waistcoat,
blazer, jacket]


Baptised into Jesus:-
Shows that someone is being baptized into Jesus Christ (Gal 3:27).


Lord’s favour:- The
favour of the Lord. Covered by the favour of the Lord which brings feelings of
decency, warmth, being loved and comforted (Job 31:20).


Anointed:- Anointed for
a prophetic office or given authority (1 King 19:19, 2 King 2:8, 13, 14).


Righteousness:- To be
clothed with the armour of God. To have a righteous heart. It reveals the heart
of someone who lives out this righteousness in a practical manner (Prov 31:13).


Qualified for the task:-
Symbolic of a person that is qualified for the task [ready
to be released].


Authority:- It is also a
symbol of belonging or symbol of authority [in the Name of
Jesus] (Gal 3:27 John 19:2, 5).


- Brown leather coat


Abusing authority:- This
can show abusing a position of authority to benefit own or personal interests,
or building own image to benefit own or personal interests (1 Sam 13:14).


- Coat with elbow cushions


False prophet:- It is a
caution that the person is a false prophet. Promising peace that will not come
(Ez 13:10, 18).


- Goat or camel hair coat


Humility:- Symbolic of a
very humble person, denying himself worldly benefits (Mat 3:4).


Poverty spirit:- Can
indicate the presence of a poverty spirit (Jam 2:2).


- Leather coat


Provision:- Waistcoats
or jackets of skin can be seen as God’s providing for us even though we have
sinned (Gen 3:21; Heb 11:37).


- Purple coat


Clothed in authority:-
Purple is a symbol of authority. A purple coat can be likened to the coat [jacket] that Jacob gave Joseph as a symbol of his love and
affection. A purple coat can therefore indicate that the person feels loved,
clothed in authority and joy (Gen 37:3).


- Torn coat


Grief:- It points to
grief, shame and confusion (Ezra 9:3).


- White leather coat


Honoured:- It shows that
the Lord will honour your humility, wash away your sins and place you in a
position of authority [righteousness in Christ] (Dan
4:34, Is 59:17).


- Woollen coat


Diligence:- Can indicate
a diligent person, or someone called to a pastoral ministry (Prov 27:26, Prov
31:13).


Praise:- Garment of
praise for the spirit of heaviness (Is 61:3). It also represents glory and
beauty (Ex. 28:40). God’s covering and protection (Gen 3:21).


Loot:- Disfigurement,
loot (John 19:23. Job 30:18).


COBRA [serpent]


Danger:- Snakes normally
refer to deception and poisonous [dangerous]
influences.


Offended:- A cobra is
known to stand on his tail [to be easily offended]
flattens his head [which allows him to look bigger and more
threatening than he actually is] that can represent a deceptive person
who is trying to pretend to be what he is not (Ps 58:4).


Not receptive:- Can also
represent a person who is not receptive to God’s Word.


COCK [rooster]


Timing:- Regularity and
precise timing (Mark 13:35), and could therefore show that the person is
trustworthy and can get others to work [announcing the time
of work].


Crown:- The comb of a
cock can be likened to the crown of a king that gets his people to start work
when the cock crows46 [or when the king gives the command].


Denying the Lord:-
Associated with the denial of the Lord when under pressure [or threat] (Mat 26:34, Luk 22:34).


Boasting:- Can point to
a proud person that is boastful and bragging1.


COCKROACH [roach]


Secret sin:- Can
indicate that the person does things in secret or visits places of sin and
idolatry.


Spirit of darkness:- It
can also point to works of the spirit of darkness or a person led and
influenced by the evil one (Is 29:15).


Unclean:- It is
something that feeds on unclean or filthy things and lives in unclean places.
It can therefore be a caution that the person is hiding an unclean lifestyle or
associates himself with sinful people or circumstances (2 Cor 7:1, 2 Cor 6:17).


COFFEE


Become aware:- The Lord
is telling you to become aware [wake-up call] and
take notice of what is happening around you.


Refreshing:- It
represents clear [sober] and refreshing thoughts (1
Pet 1:13) [this is especially the case when you see sweet
coffee].


Un-forgiveness:- The
bitter taste of coffee points to a person that carries un-forgiveness and
bitterness in his heart. It can be a call from the Lord to tell you that you
should forgive and not carry feelings of hate and retribution in your heart
(James 3:14).


COFFIN


Outstanding issues:- It
can be a warning that you must make sure that outstanding affairs are dealt
with (Gen 50:26).


Settling matters:- This
point to a matter [financial, business or relationship]
that has not been settled.


COIN


Provision:- Refers to
the provision of God (Hag 2.8).


Earthly riches:- It can
symbolize the promise of earthly riches (Job 3:15, Job 22:24, Is 2:7, Mat 10:9,
Act 3:6, Act 20:33, Rev 18:12).


Heavenly riches:- but
can also point to spiritual riches that have been built up in heaven (Mat 6:19,
Act 17:29, 1 Pet 1:7, 18; 1 Pet 3:3, Jam 5:3).


Greed:- The deception of
greed and riches of the world (Job 3:15, Job 22:24, Is 2:7, Mat 10:9, Act 3:6,
Act 20:33, Rev 18:12).


Counterfeit:- It can
also be a warning of a spiritual or financial counterfeit.


- Copper coin


Insufficient:- Caution
that the person has only received limited or menial [insufficient]
provision for the task at hand (Mark 12:41).


- Golden coins


Sufficient:- Promise
that the Lord will provide you with sufficient faith to deal with the issues
you are facing (Luk 17:5, Luk 22:32).


- Silver coin


Redemption knowledge:-
It can be a promise that you will be provided with the purity and redemption
knowledge to live out your calling (Zech 13:9).


COLLEAGUE [co-worker]


Responsibility:- Can
represent someone for whom you have to take responsibility to coach, mentor
and/or disciple (Col 3:23).


COLOURS


- Amber [a silver, goldish
colour]


Precious:- Symbolic of
something precious. Can denote the natures of Christ, the preciousness of His
person, His brightness and glory, and His great strength and power (Ez 1:16).


God’s glory:- The
presence and Glory of God and His flaming love for his people (Rev 4:3, Ez
1:27).


Ministering fire:-
Ministering with the fire of God (Ez 1:4).


Pure light:- It can also
represent the pure light of Christ, who is the brightness of Father’s glory.


Zeal:- Jesus’ burning
zeal for the glory of God (2 Cor 7:11).


Indignation:- God’s fiery
indignation against his enemies.


Feet of Christ:-
It can also symbolize the feet of Christ [colour of a metal
made of gold and brass, which is the most fine brass] (Rev 1:15).


- Ashy pale


No life:- Shows the
absence of life.


Negative influence:-
Represents a negative influence.


Destroyed:- It can also
represent something that has been completely destroyed.


Sin:- It can be a
marriage, memory, a sin or a stronghold in your life.


Mourning:- It can also
show that the person is mourning something that is past (Ez 28:18).


- Black [darkness]


Spiritual blindness:-
State of spiritual blindness and unbelief. Warns that the person’s
understanding is darkened. Taking pleasure in ways of sin and wickedness.
Points to lies or a liar (1 John 1:7).


Shadow:- It can also
represent a shadow [meaning the shadow of a tree, a cloud
or the Hand of God that comforts and shields you from the harshness of the
world and the sun] (2 Thes 1:7).


Authority:- Can also
refer to a person with authority.


Affliction:- It
symbolizes affliction, calamity and tribulation (Is 5:30, Is 8:22, Is 9:19).
Terror and bitterness (Job 3:5).


Destruction:-
Destruction of the antichrist (Joel 3:14-15, Rev 16:10).


Depression:- Depression,
adversity, lack (Job 10:20-22, Job 30:26).


Trespasses:- Trespasses
and sins, no spiritual life (Ps 107:10).


Rebellion:-
Rebelliousness, disobedience (Ps 107:11).


Mind afflicted:-
Affliction of the mind (Ps 143:3). Darkness of mind (Mat 8:12).


Misery:- Misery and
distress (Is 24:11, Is 50:3, Joel 2:6). Gloom, mourning (Nah 2:10). Weeping and
sadness (Mat 22:13).


Fear:- Pain, famine,
hunger and fear (Joel 2:10, Lam 5:10, Job 30:30).


Disease:- Plague,
disease (Amo 5:8).


Vengeance:- Vengeance
(Zeph 1:14).


Displeasure:-
Displeasure of God (Zeph 1:15). To be judged and rejected (Mat 25:30, 2 Pet
2:4).


Despair:- Despair,
uncleanness, shame, emptiness, and ruin (Jud 1:13).


Wicked:- Sullen,
atrociously wicked, horrible, as a black deed or crime, dismal, mournful,
calamitous.


- Blue [Dan, sapphire]


Deity:- It is a symbol
of deity (Ex 24:10, Ex 25:3, 4, Ex 26:1, Ex 28:28, 37, Ex 38:18, Ex 39:1-5, 21,
24, 29, 31, Num 4:5-12, Num 15:38- 40, 2 Chron 2:7, 14, 2 Chron 3:14, Jer 10:9,
Ez. 1:26, Ez 10:1).


Revelations:- The
heavens are blue and it therefore relates to spiritual [heavenly]
revelations and presence of the Holy Spirit.


Message from God:-
It can be a call for you to be attentive of a message from God or a divine
revelation.


Good will:- It is a
friendly colour and therefore represents good will and blessings. Holy Spirit
(Judg 13:25, Num 4:7).


Idolatry:- Can point to
idolatry in a person’s life (2 King 10:29).


Downhearted:- A person
can be feeling “blue” meaning downhearted or depressed.


- Dark-Blue
[Gad, 7, jacinth]


Fortunate:- The colour
of the tribe of Gad is dark blue represented by the Jacinth stone. Gad means
fortune comes or fortunate.


Holy Spirit:-
Shows the presence of the Holy Spirit (Eph 4:4, Judg 13:25).


Warlike:- This tribe was
fierce and warlike. In this sense it can refer to attacking and breaking down
the power and authority of those coming against you [especially
in respect of spiritual warfare] (Gen 49:19, 1 Cor 15:40).


Keep faith:- It means
that you must keep faith, even if you are in a struggle for the Lord is
fighting for you, victory is near!


Completion:- It also
shows that the Lord is completing the work He is doing in your life.


Trust:- It can also
point to deep levels of trust.


Round off:- To round off
and complete (Ex 38:23).


Worldly influence:- In a
negative sense this colour can represent a person who wants to control you. It
can also be a warning to beware of a worldly influence [false
seed] (Jer 32:23).


- Very light blue


Counterfeit:- Can be
seen as a counterfeit of the Holy Spirit.


Corrupt:- Can reflect
the corrupt nature of a person or a person acting in a fleshly, worldly manner
(Deut 31:29).


- Lazurite [lazuli – light-blue with white and brassy (or
yellow) spots]


New age:- A colour
associated by the New Age religion.


Incest:- The Lazurite
stone was regarded by the Pharaohs as having protective powers against the ill
effects of incest. It can therefore show that the person was involved or
burdened by incestuous relationships (1 Cor 8:7).


Third eye:- It is also
associated with the 3rd eye [to see in the spirit,
spiritism] and falsely thought to enhance wisdom, inner vision and
mental clarity.


Idolatrous:- This would
then symbolize a person that is using idolatrous [worldly,
new age] means to overcome feelings of depression and self-rejection.


- Bronze [copper, brass]


Redemption:- It can also
refer to a word of grace and redemption from the Lord (2 Chron 30:19).


Diligence:- It can also
represent truth and diligence [forehead of bronze]
(Mic 4:13).


Righteous judgment:-
Righteous judgment of God against sin4 (Ex 27:1-2, Num 21:6, 8, 9).


Legalism:- It can also
represent legalist attitudes [sticking to the letter of the
law].


Wrongdoing:- Represents
the judgment of wrongdoing and sinful lifestyle (Lev 62:9, Rev 1:15).


Hardened:- It can also
represent a person that has been hardened through circumstances who can seem
brash and defensive (Ex 27:1-2, Num 21:6, 8, 9).


- Brown


Prophetic:- A brown
cloak [mantle] can show that the person is called to
a prophetic ministry [cloak of humility].


Inactive:- Brown refers
to physical [natural] inactivity (Ex 12:30, 1 Peter
1:24).


Humility:- Brown can
also represent humility with a repentant heart.


Conservative:- Can point
to a person with a staunch, conservative [often legalistic]
nature.


Worldly desire:- It can
refer to a welfish person that only wants to satisfy his own or fleshly
desires.


- Dark brown


Inactive:- Points to
laziness and physical inactivity (Song 1:6, Prov 15:19).


Lazy:- Refers to a lazy
and inactive person.


- Light dull brown


Neglect:- Shows that a
person is neglecting the spiritual side of his life.


Not enough time:- Not
spending enough time with the Lord (1 Tim 4:14).


- Tan brown [Simeon, topaz]


Hear:- To hear (Gen
29:33).


Committed:- In a
positive sense it can show that the person is committed, active and eager to
follow the way of the Lord.


Violent person:- It can
point to a zealous and violent person. Anger, wrath and cruelty (Gen 49:5-7,
Gen 29:33).


Scattered:- To be
scattered and not to receive an inheritance (Deut 18:1, Jos 13:14).


Small group:- Can refer
to a small group, not growing to become a big organization (Deut 33:6).


- Gold


Faith:- Gold can
represent the faith of a believer (1 Peter 1:7).


Victory:- Glory and
victory in the name [victory in the Spirit] of God
(King 5:5). Victory after a trial (Job 23:10). Victory, to conquer (Rom 8:37,
Rev 4:4, Rev 3:18).


Precious:- Something
valuable and precious (Zech 1:5). Purity, cleanness, sincerity, openness, and
the delightfulness of the discussions of the saints. Refined and purified. A
person made precious through the purification of fiery trials (Job 28:19, Job
31:24, Prov 8:19, Prov 17:3, Prov 27:21, Zech 13:9, Mal 3:3).


Presence of God:-
Uprightness, or the presence of God (Dan 2:32-45, Rev 21:18, 21). It can be
glory as in a personal victory or it can represent the glory and presence of
God that is shining over a person (Rev 21:11, 18).


Righteousness of Christ:-
Righteousness of Christ, because of its richness, lustre, and durability (Ps
45:9, 13).


Ruler ship:- To reign or
to rule (Ex 25:25, Ex 37:2-11, Ex 39:30, Est. 8:15, Ps 21:3, Zech 6:11).


God our Provider:-
God our provider (Hag 2.8).


Earthly riches:- It can
also symbolize the promise of earthly riches (Job 3:15, Job 22:24, Is 2:7, Mat
10:9, Act 3:6, Act 20:33, Rev 18:12). It can also show that the person will
receive a financial reward [money] that is in excess
above what they expected (Mat 2:11).


Spiritual riches:-
Spiritual riches accumulated in heaven (Mat 6:19, Act 17:29, 1 Pet 1:7, 18, 1
Pet 3:3, Jam 5:3).


Purification:- It shows
that the person has gone through a period of purification and can expect to
walk in victory (1 Pet 1:7, 2 Pet 1:17).


Testing:- It can show
that God is testing a person by allowing him to be in difficult circumstances
(Zech 13:9).


Deception:- Counterfeit.
It can be a caution against fool’s gold, the deception of greed and riches of
the world (Job 3:15, Job 22:24, Is 2:7, Mat 10:9, Act 3:6, Act 20:33, Rev
18:12). In some cases it can represent false gold, showing that the person is
greedy or possessed by a spirit of mammon (1 Pet 3:3).


Pride:- Pride (Es 7:19).


- Green [ra’anan]


Prosperity:- Green
represents fruitfulness and prosperity.


Blessed:- It therefore
shows that the person is blessed in all areas of his life [relationships,
spiritual life and finances].


Positive financial result:-
It often shows that the financial standing of a person will be positively
affected or can expect a fortunate financial outcome to a situation.


Peace of mind:- It is
also a peaceful colour which can show that the person has peace of mind and is
comfortably resting in the Lord (Job 15:31, 32, Deut 12:2).


Inexperience:- A young
or inexperienced person is normally referred to as being green [green behind the ears] that can be a warning that the
person you are dealing with is not ready for bigger responsibilities or a
position of authority.


Envy:- Green can also be
a warning of jealousy or envy in your own life [green with
envy] or an envious person.


- Brilliant or emerald
green [Judah]


Celebration:- This is the
colour of the stone of the tribe of Judah. Judah means to be praised and
celebrated.


Praise:- This can mean
that the person can expect praise and a celebration of his achievements (Gen
29:35).


Position of authority:-
As Judah was the firstborn it shows that the person can expect to be placed in
a position of authority (Is 22:21).


Confessing sins:- Judah
was repentant when he found Joseph to be alive which signifies that this colour
can also point to a repentant heart and willingness to confess your sins (Act
26:20).


Financial betrayal:- As
Joseph was betrayed by Judah, the presence of this colour can be a warning that
you are being betrayed or cheated in the area of finances.


Unease:- It can also
represent something that steals your peace of mind (Gen 37:23).


Do not trust in money:-
It can also be a caution not to trust in money and earthly riches (1 Tim 6:10).


- Pale Green [chloros]


Absence of Holy
Spirit:- The paleness
shows the absence of the Holy Spirit or the works of God in a financial
transaction (1 Tim 6:10).


Attack on finances:- It
is a caution that there will be an attack on your finances or on your
fruitfulness.


Warning to trust God:-
It can also be a call to honour the Lord with your finances as you are trusting
in money and riches and not in the Lord (Luk 14:16, Deut 8:18).


- Grey [gray]


Unresolved:- It can show
that a matter has not been resolved or is unclear.


Uncertainty:- It can
also show the presence of confusion and uncertainty. Spiritually unclear.


False doctrine:- It can
be a warning that the person is being deceived or influenced by false doctrine
(Jer 14:14).


Evil spirit:- Greyness
can also point to the presence of a deceiving and evil spirit that is clouding
the light of the Lord (Job 10:22, Amos 9:10).


Lust:- It can also show
the presence of the spirit of lust (Num 11:34).


Double mindedness:-
Something that is gray is neither black nor white, which should point to double
mindedness or deception of the person (Hos 13:13, Eph 5:17, Ps 38:19).


- Ashy pale [grey]


Illness:- Shows that the
person is very ill and the shadow of death is hanging over him. It can also
show the presence of the spirit of death (2 Sam 22:5).


- Indigo [violet]


Great value:- Something
perfect and of great value (Ez 27:7, 24).


Presence of Christ:-
The presence of Jesus Christ revealed in your life (Deut 5:24, 1 Pet 4:13, Rev
19:10).


- Orange [Asher, agate]


Commercial involvement:-
This represents the tribe of Asher [involvement in commerce]
whose name means blessing and happiness [an emotional
person].


Happiness:- It can
therefore show that you are a blessed, happy and joyful person, content with
life and your circumstances (Gen 30:13, Luk 1:48).


Promise of fruitfulness:-
It also contains a promise that the Lord will place you in a very fruitful
place or position (Deut 33:24-25).


Emotional:- Orange is an
earthy colour and in a negative sense it can show that the person is emotional
and has a desire to be acknowledged or given prominence.


Not at peace:- Someone
not at peace with themselves or their circumstances (1 Sam 28:15).


Be careful:- It can be a
caution for you to be careful when doing business with this person as they can
be prone to sacrificing their principles when it comes to business transactions
(Jud 1:31). 40


Dynamic:- Can refer to
an enthusiastic, dynamic and enthusiastic person.


- Bright Orange


Danger:- It is a warning
of the presence of impending danger (Mar 13:5, Phil 3:2).


- Pink [anointing, Joseph,
onyx]


First love:- First love
(Rev 2:4, Mark 12:30, 1 John 4:19). It is a reminder that Jesus is your first
love. If He remains your first love, nothing will be a great burden to you.


Spiritual blessing:- It
shows that you can expect an increase in physical or spiritual blessings (Gen
30:23, 24).


Femininity:- Pink is
mostly associated with femininity and romance.


Affection:- It can also
show that you are relaxed, affectionate, in love or have the promise of romance
(Deut 8:3).


To be added:- It is the
colour of the stone of the tribe of Joseph which means increase or to be added
to and can show that you can expect an increase in physical or spiritual
blessings (Gen 30:23, 24).


Sensual impulses:- Pink
can be associated with fleshly and immoral sensual impulses. It can therefore
be a warning to heed your thoughts and inner life so as not to be polluted by
fleshly and worldly desires (Jam 3:15).


- Purple


Royalty:- Purple is a
royal colour which represents the heavenly [blue]
appointment to an earthly [red] position [a managerial position] (Ez 23:6).


Forgiveness:- It
symbolizes forgiveness through the Cross which shows that the person’s sins are
forgiven and his relationship with God has been fully restored (Mark 15:17,
John 19:2).


Mimicking royalty:- It
can show that someone without the required background and basis is attempting
to mimic or ape a position of royalty and/or authority (Gen 49:15, Rev 17).


Fraud:- In business it
can be a warning that the person does not have the money he claims to have.


- Rainbow colours


Suffering is over:- Sign
that your time of purification or suffering is over.


Not destroyed:- Promise
that you will not be utterly destroyed (Gen 9:8-16, Ez 1:28).


Completion:- The seven
colours of the rainbow symbolize completion, perfect form and covenant. It is a
reminder that you are perfect through Christ’s perfection and that the Lord
remembers His covenant with you.


Covenant of grace:-
Signifies the Divine covenant of grace (Gen 9:12).


Peace covenant:- An
emblem of peace and reconciliation between God and man. A covenant of peace.
Symbol of security and salvation (Gen 9:12, 15, 16).


Righteousness:- Righteousness,
filled with blessings and promises.


- The seven colours of the
rainbow [yellow, orange, red, green, purple, indigo and blue]


Glory of God:-
These top three colours represents the heavenly portion of the covenant which
is inseperately linked to the top 3 colours which represents the earthly part
of the covenant with the 7th colour [green – fruitfulness]
binding it together (2 Pet 1:10).


Implement your calling:-
You are reminded that you are a heavenly being with an earthly task and that
you should implement your calling (2 Pet 1:10).


- Rainbow with 6 colours


False promise:- It can
be a warning of a false promise [the New Age religion’s
rainbow has 6 colours, representing the spirit of man].


- Red


Redemptive:- It can
represent the redemptive blood of Christ.


Forgiven:- It can
confirm that you are redeemed and forgiven (Is 1:15).


Passion:- It can show
that you are a passionate and dynamic person (Rev 12:3, Matt 16:3, Is 63:2).


Ideas:- It can also
represent an idea or person with ideas.


Prosperity:- It can
symbolize prosperity (2 Sam 1:24, Prov 31:21, Lam 4:5) or conquest (Nah 2:3,
Rev 12:3).


Atonement:- Red, purple
and scarlet figured largely in the symbolisms of the tabernacle, it can
therefore represent atonement for sin (Ex 25:3-5, Ex 26:1, 14, 31, 36, Ex 36:8,
19, 35, 37, Ex 27:16, Ex 8:4-8, 15, 31, 33, Ex 35:5-7,23, 25, 35, Ex 38:18,23,
Ex 39:2, 3, 5, 29, Lev 14:4, 6, 49, 51, 52, Num 4:7,8,13, Num 19:2, 5, 6, Is
63:1-3, Heb 9:19-23).


Dispute:- Red is an
aggressive and earthy colour. It can represent a warning of an impending
dispute or argument.


Anger:- It can also show
that the person is filled with anger or experiencing feelings of hate and
un-forgiveness.


Sexual iniquities:- It
is also associated with sexual iniquities [red light
district] and can therefore be associated with emotions of perversion.


Iniquity:- It can
symbolize the presence of iniquity in the persons’ life (Rev 17:3-4, Is 1:18,
Rev 18:12-16).


- Blood Red [Levi, carbuncle]


Joined:- Crimson is the
colour of the stone of the tribe of Levi which means to be joined to or to
adhere. It can show that you will join a group or person or that you will be
accepted into a new fellowship or relationship (Gen 29:34).


- Deep red [crimson, scarlet]


Royalty:- Symbol of
royalty (Est 8:15, Ez 23:6, Judg 8:26, Dan 5:7, 16, 29, Mat 27:28).


Repentance:- Repent from
your sin and by the mercy of God you will be set free from your sin.


Blood spilt:- Can also
represent the blood spilt on the cross for us (Mat 27:28, Jos 2:18, Lev 14:4,
Ps 51:7, Is 1:19-20, Jer 31:18, Lam 5:21, Is 1:18, Act 5:31).


Blasphemy:- Blasphemy,
aggression and warring attitude (Rev 17:3).


Immorality:- Sexual,
immorality, perversion and sexual iniquities [prostitution]
(Rev 17:5).


- Scarlet


Atonement:- It can refer
to atonement and grace in return for the protection of the children of God (Gen
14:23, Gen 38:28, 30, Josh 2:18, Judg 16:9, 12).


- Rosy Red [Reuben, sardis]


Vision of the son:- The
Biblical reference is from the Sardis stone of the Tribe of Reuben which means
vision of the son, to see the son (Gen 29:32).


New beginning:-
Signifies a new beginning based on hope and the foundations God has provided.


Establish foundation:-
God establishing the foundations of His new Kingdom (Rev 21:20).


God first:- God loves
you, He is your first love and therefore He must remain your first priority (Ez
28:13, Matt 22:37).


Throne room:- Signifies
the throne of God (Rev 4:3).


Neglect:- Can be a
warning that you are neglected or left your first love [Christ]
and that you are not covered by the Blood of the Son (1 Cor 1:18).


- Silver


Purity:- This represents
purity and testing (Prov 25:4) and shows that you have been purified and
cleansed from worldly and fleshly things (Prov 17:3).


Redemption:- It shows
that you have been redeemed by the blood of Christ and have passed the test
(Num 3:51, Prov 2:3-4).


Provision:- The
provision of God (Deut 14:25).


Difficulty:- It can be a
warning that you can expect difficult circumstances and that your faith will be
tested (Is 48:10).


Testing:- Purification
through fire [testing or difficult circumstances]
(Zech 13:1).


Greed:- It can also be a
warning against being greedy (Ecc 5:10, Deut 7:25), or the possibility of being
betrayed by someone you trust (Prov 26:23).


Found wanting:- It can
show that you have been tested and found wanting (Is 1:22).


- Transparent colour


Nothing hidden:- Shows
that the person has nothing to hide and can be believed (Rev 21:21).


Truth:- He acknowledges
his own mistakes and speaks the truth (Rev 21:11, 18, 19).


- Turquoise [zebulon – aqua
marine]


Dwelling:- Symbolic of
the colour of the tribe of Zebulon which means place of habitation [where you stay] or dwelling (Ex 23:20).


At the right place:- You
are at the right place where you can expect good tidings or a good gift,
present or provision from God (Gen 30:20, Gen 48:9).


International calling:-
It is also the colour of the sea which shows that you can do business and trade
worldwide or initiate an international evangelical ministry (Deut 33:19, Prov
13:22).


- Dull turquoise


Not responding to the Lord:-
If it is a dull of pale turquoise colour it shows that you are not taking up
the opportunities that the Lord is making available to you. It is possible that
you are not where God wants you to be (Prov 27:8, Is 49:20). It can also be a
warning to get off your backside and start doing what God has called you to do.


- Violet [indigo]


Great value:- Something
perfect and of great value (Ez 27:7, 24).


Presence of Christ:-
The presence of Jesus Christ revealed in your life (Deut 5:24, 1 Pet 4:13, Rev
19:10).


- White [diamond]


Purity:- It is a symbol
of holiness, purity, praise and worship (Lev 16:4, Lev 16:32, 2 Chron 5:12).
Purity and spotless nature and life of a person. The holiness of God’s members,
their faith and conversation (Gen 49:12).


Innocence:- Innocence,
to be clean, clarity, restored (Ecc 9:8; Dan 7:9). The pure and spotless
righteousness of Christ.


Victory:- Glory, victory
and happiness (Rev 3:5).


Deceptive person:-
Beware of a “false white” as it can represent a deceptive person stripped of
wealth and treasure (Joel 1:7). Divine judgment (Ex 4:6, 2 King 5:27).


Worship:- Praise and
worship, glory, victory and happiness (Rev 3:5).


- Yellow [saffron, gold]


God’s presence:- This
word occurs in Est 1:6 to describe pavement and in Ps 68:13 to describe gold.
It shows that you are in the presence of God like a golden [bright yellow] cloud.


Danger:- Yellow is one
of the earthy colours which are used as a warning of danger (Num 12:10).


Resentment:- It shows
that the person is experiencing anger and resentment towards a person in
authority (Gen 50:17).


Cowardly:- It can also
show cowardly behaviour [presence of the spirit of fear]
(1 Pet 3:14).


Faith:- Spiritual faith,
strengthening the heart, saved by through faith (Heb 2:13, 2, Eph 2:8, Hab
2:4).


Unsound:- This word
occurs in Lev 13 to describe leprous hair (Lev 13:30) and therefor yellow or
blonde hair can be regarded as a sign of unsoundness (Lev 13:31).


COLT


Patience:- It represents
patience and endurance9.


Potential:- It shows
that the person has the potential to work hard and does not give up easily.


Stubborn:- Stubbornness,
burden bearer (Gen 49:11).


COMPASS [gps]


Direction:- A compass is
to show direction for your life.


Way shown:- It shows
that Father wants you to take note of what He is showing you as He will point
you towards the way which He wants you to follow (Job 37:11-12). Take note of
the direction shown on the compass [see directions].


COMPOST


Roots strengthened:- It
means that your roots [spiritual life] will be fed
and strengthened over an extended period (1 Cor 1:5).


COMPUTER


Source of information:-
It represents a great source [and potential] of
information and knowledge.


Access:- It shows that
you will be given access to great sources of knowledge and information which
God will reveal to you (Deut 5:24, Dan 2:19).


CONCRETE


Strength of foundation:-
Concrete represents strength of foundation, holding together and developing a
path (1 Tim 2:19).


Strength:- It shows that
the Lord will give you the strength and inner ability to do the work and follow
the Way of the Lord (Josh 6:26, Is 2:3).


CONDENSED MILK


Basic principles of the Word:-
The basic principles of the Word of God that is being fed to you in a sweet and
appreciable manner (Ps 55:14).


Joy of the Lord:-
It can also show the joy of the Lord which is our strength and given to us in
an unexpected manner (Neh 8:10).


CONDOM


Seed blocked:- Symbolic
of someone or something that is preventing the life-giving seed [Word] that is creating something new, to conceive [to go into fulfilment] (Mar 12:19-22).


CONSTRUCTION


Strengthened:- This
shows that the Lord is strengthening you by His Spirit to build His church.


Participate:- It is a
call to present yourself to participate in the construction (Heb 6:1).


- New construction


New way:- Represents a
new season or new way of doing things in building His church (Is 43:19).


CONTAINER [box,
crate]


Stored away:- Shows that
something is stored away for you and that it will be a matter of time before
your reward will be opened and handed to you.


COOLING FAN [fan]


Satisfy craving for God:-
Satisfies your craving for God.


Peace and quiet:- Brings
peace and quiet.


Delightful:- It is
delightful and brings healing and comfort (Job 37:17).


Comforter:- Gentle
presence of the Holy Ghost as the comforter (John 14:16).


COPPER


Purification:- It is a
metal that has been purified and can thus represent purification (2 Chron
30:19).


Judgment:- Represents
the judgment of wrongdoing and sinful lifestyle (Lev 62:9, Rev 1:15).


Hardened:- It can also
represent a person that has been hardened through circumstances and can seem
brash and defensive (Ex 27:1-2, Num 21:6, 8, 9).


CORD [rope,
line]


Tied down:- It can
represent an agreement or a deal that is concluded or “tied down” (Ps 118:27).


Lifeline:- It can also
represent a “lifeline” to save you or to redeem you
from a precarious situation.


Iniquities:- It can show
that a person is held captive by sin or iniquities.


Prevented:- It can also
show that a person is prevented from moving freely in the Spirit.


- Red Cord


Atonement:- To be atoned
with Christ10 (Josh 2:18-21).


CORN [grain,
maize and wheat]


Sustenance:- Maize is a
staple food and is therefore closely associated with that which provides
sustenance (The Word of God) and provision [for daily bread].


- Corn storehouse


Self-dependence:- A
storehouse full of corn can act as a warning that the person is doing too much
out of their own power/strength [or wants to provide
security without depending on the provision of God] and must rather
submit to the Holy Spirit (Gal 6:8, Zech 4:6).


Spiritual sons:-
Spiritual sons/fruit of God (Mat 13:30). Metaphor for the saved, the
saints/children of the Lord (Matt 3:12, 1 Cor 15:38).


Pure Word:-
Spiritual food. The Word of God presented purely [without
chaff] to ensure spiritual growth (1 Sam 17:17, Jer 23:28).


Bountiful harvest:- The
teaching of the Word of God as the seed which will provide a bountiful harvest
(Rom 9:29, John 12:24).


Prosperity:- It can
point to a promise of peace and plenty (Zech 9:17). It represents a promise of
that which is to come.


- Corn heads hanging [ripe and ready to
be harvested]


Ready:- Shows someone
who is ready to receive Jesus as Saviour [Jesus as the Food
or Source of eternal life].


Reward:- It represents a
promise [or reward] of that which is to come. If
ripe with the heads hanging down, the harvest is ready for the picking meaning
that you will receive an abundant return [whether it is in
ministry, business, personal relationships or relationship with the Lord]
on your investment (Ex 23:16, Jer 51:33, Mark 9:37, Joel 3:13).


Word of God:-
The teaching of the Word of God as the seed which will provide a bountiful
harvest (Rom 9:29, John 12:24).


Ready to be used:- In a
spiritual sense it is a humble person who is ready to be used by the Lord in
His fields.


- Corn seed [maize seed]


Peace and plenty:- It
can indicate peace and plenty (Zech 9:17, Luke 8:11), or represent a promise of
that which is to come.


Word of God:-
It can represent the Word of God (1 Pet 1:23, Luk 8:11, 1 Pet 1:23, Mat 13:32).
Teaching of the Word of God which is the seed which will provide a bountiful
harvest (Rom 9:29, John 12:24, Mat 9:37). The Word of God [spiritual
life] that is in, or being imparted to, a believer (Luke 8:11). An
evangelistic ministry where people are equipped to receive and understand the
Word of God (Prov 11:18, Gal 6:8).


Inheritance:- Can also
refer to your inheritance [the ability, or resources, to
provide for you spiritually, emotionally or physically] (Acts 3:25).


Self-effort:- It can be
a warning against doing too much out of your own power and to rather submit to
the Holy Spirit (Gal 6:8, Zech 4:6).


Source:- Shows the
substance which will enable the duplication and growth of a business or
ministry (2 Cor 9:6, Gen 1:29). Can point to the origin of a business or
ministry (Ps 126:5, 6).


Multiple fruit:- It can
be an initiative, or contribution, which is made with the expectation of it
yielding multiple fruit (Ecc 11:6, John 12:24, 1 Cor 15:38).


Unfruitful:- Initiatives
originating from the flesh [worldly initiatives] and
which will not yield any fruit (Mat 13:4-7).


CORNERSTONE


Jesus:- Jesus is the
cornerstone and He calls you to be a living stone to build His House with Him
(1 Pet 2:6).


Correct doctrine:- A
starting point [new beginning] based on the correct
doctrine [Gospel of Jesus].


CORNET [trumpet,
saxophone, shofar]


Call to the prophetic:-
Can be likened to a trumpet [or shofar] which is
widely used in Holy Spirit ministries and can therefore indicate a call to a
prophetic ministry and the flowing in the gifts of the Spirit (Hos 8:1).


Summoned to battle:-
Represents a warning that the enemy is in sight and the battle is imminent. To
be summoned and incited by God to go into battle to destroy the enemy (Zech
7:14).


Calling of sinners:- It
sounds an alarm to sinners, calls them to repent, proclaims liberty to the
captives and slaves of satan51 (Num 10:1-10).


Announcing a message:-
An announcement of a special [prophetic] message
from God (Neh 4:20). The voice of God can sound like a trumpet (Ex 19:16). The
sounding of the trumpet of the Gospel is God’s ordinance, and demands the
attention of all to whom it is sent56(Num 10:1-10).


Preached gospel:- Can
represent the preached Gospel as it sounds an alarm to sinners, calls them to
repentance, proclaims liberty to the captives and slaves of satan, and gathers
the worshippers of God. It directs and encourages their heavenly journey, stirs
them to combat against the world and sin, encouraging them with the assurance
of victory. It directs attention to Christ’s sacrifice and shows the Lord’s
presence and protection.


CORPORAL PUNISHMENT [hiding]


Caring:- A person who
cares for and teaches his children (Prov 13:24).


Abusive:- Aggressive and
abusive behaviour by a person (Prov 19:19).


CORPSE [dead
body]


Dead to sin:- To be dead
to sin and worldly influences (Rom 4:19, James 2:26), meaning the person has
repented and received new life in Jesus (Rom 6:11, 13).


Spiritual death:- It can
represent spiritual death. The person has given up on God and is trying to live
without Him (Ps 49:14).


Impurity:- Points to the
presence of impurity, uncleanness and defilement (Hag 2:13).


Faith died:- Can show
that a person’s faith has died (Mat 23:27).


Business failure:- Can
point to the failure of a business, ministry or initiative.


CORRIDOR [passage]


Change:- A corridor
represents the passage into something new. You can therefore expect that the
Lord will bring new things into your life and that you must be ready for change
(Is 57:18).


Restoration:- It can
represent the restoration of a broken relationship (Gen 20:7).


To receive:- To receive
something that has been long outstanding (2 Chron 1:9).


Way prepared:- It can
show that God has prepared the way to move you into your calling (Act 2:33, Num
13:30, Gen 32:22).


- Corridor in basement


Foundation:- The
basement signifies a foundation or a basis of a business or a ministry.


Trusted:- It can show
that you are trusted by the Lord to establish something new [a new way].


New move:- It can be a new
move of the Holy Spirit, a new ministry, a new business or a fivefold ministry
(Is 41:15).


CORPSE


Dead to sin:- To be dead
to sin and worldly influences (Rom 4:19, James 2:26), meaning the person has
repented and received new life in Jesus (Rom 6:11, 13).


Spiritual death:- It can
represent spiritual death. The person has given up on God and is trying to live
without Him (Ps 49:14).


Impurity:- Points to the
presence of impurity, uncleanness and defilement (Hag 2:13).


Faith died:- Can show
that a person’s faith has died (Mat 23:27).


Business failure:- Can
point to the failure of a business, ministry or initiative.


COUCH


Relaxed:- A couch is a
place where you can rest and are feeling comfortable and probably involved in a
very relaxed and personal conversation.


Quality time:- It can
therefore show that you are feeling very comfortable and relaxed and that you
have a very intimate and relaxed relationship with the Lord [you spend a lot of quality time with Him] (John 3:29, Ps
25:13).


Intimacy:- It can also
be a call from the Lord to a more relaxed and intimate relationship with Him.
He is longing to talk to you (Jam 4:4, Prov 6:22, Ez 3:22).


COUNTRY [land]


Try to identify which country you are seeing or dreaming of as
it can be a clue what the Lord is telling you. It is possible that He warns you
to prepare to go to that particular country. On the other hand the Lord is
showing you the place that your soul life is at this stage [for example if Nigeria is shown, the Lord can be cautioning you
about corruption in your life – falsehood. USA – worldliness, etc.] so
that you can deal with that which is holding you back to flow in His fullness.


Provides context:- Try
to identify the outstanding characteristics the particular nation or country
stands for [especially to you] in order to
understand what it symbolizes. [for example Switzerland can
symbolize timeousness and neutrality. Germany can symbolize detail and
organized living. Scotland stinginess and the USA wealth and democracy].


Where you are:- It can
refer to the physical, or emotional, place you find yourself in now, or to
where the Lord has called you to, at this stage. The place to dwell and do the
good works the Lord has called you to do (Gen 1:9-10, 1 Cor 7:20).


Correction:- It can show
that the Lord does not approve of the person’s fleshly and worldly ways and
calls him to correction or repentance (Jer 30:11, Ps 39:11).


COUNTRYSIDE


Restoration:- To be out
in the country shows that you have a desire to go to a quiet place for a period
of rest and restoration away from the clutter of town or City life (Mark 6:31).


Holy Spirit
guidance:- It can also be a representation of your spiritual life that
is flowing, in tune with God and guided by the Holy Spirit [inner peace] (Phil 1:3).


COURT [courthouse]


Judgement:- A court
represents a place where issues are judged and decisions are taken.


Sorting out issues:- It
can therefore show that you are dealing with spiritual, emotional or financial
issues in your life which has to be sorted out (Gen 15:14, 1 Kings 6:36, Ez
10:5).


Justice:- It can also
mean that justice will be served in respect of a certain issue (Is 2:4, Is
43:12).


Persecution:- It can
show that you are facing a trial of persecution or unrighteous judgment from
which you are seeking a reprieve (Is 5:3, Ez 23:24).


Condemned:- You may feel
condemned and persecuted (Is 33:22).


Legalistic:- It can also
represent a person who is very rule oriented, inflexible and difficult to work
with (Ez 23:45).


COUSIN


Familiar spirit:- Can
refer to a familiar spirit, iniquity, representing your own characteristics or
inheritance (Lev 20:27, 1 Chron 10:13, Is 19:3, Is 29:4).


Shared inheritance:-
Some aspect of yourself that you need to acknowledge or recognise within
yourself (Is 19:3, Is 29:4, 2 Chron 33:6).


COW [cattle]


Prosperity:- It shows
that God wants to prosper you and that He will provide for you (Gen 41:2, Hos
4:16, Num 19:5, Ps 50:10, Gen 41, 2 Sam 17:29).


Word:- A cow can provide
milk or meat which shows that you can receive the Word of God in a simple [milk] or more advanced [meat]
manner.


Oppression:- Oppression
of the needy (Amos 4:1).


Provision:- A cow can
point to provision and prosperity and in a negative sense it can point to
provision or prosperity that is being withheld due to the selfishness of a
person (Gen 41:3, 4, 27).


Unyielding:- It shows
that the person is not open to receive advice and has a passive and unyielding
attitude towards a particular matter (1 Sam 20:30).


Rebellious:- Shows that
the person has a rebellious streak, is not flexible and reacts negatively when
he receives criticism [sacred cow].


- Cow with horns


Counterfeit:- It is a
warning that the person who is providing advice to you is a counterfeit and
that his information is not to be taken seriously (Act 13:6).


- Red cow


Attack:- It is a warning
that there is a possible attack on your finances and/or relationships (Nah
2:3).


- Speckled cow


Miraculous provision:-
Miraculous provision of the Lord in your life at the cost of those who is
trying to abuse you (Gen 30:40).


Ambition:- Ambition and
fleshly desire to achieve earthly riches (Gen 30:42).


CO-WORKER [colleague]


Responsibility:- Can
represent someone for whom you have to take responsibility to coach, mentor
and/or disciple (Col 3:23).


COYOTES


Cunning:- A coyote can
represent someone who is cunning, sly, deceitful and who will probably cause
you harm when you least expect it (Neh 4:3, Luke 13:32).


Untrustworthy:- It can
be a warning about an untrustworthy person.


CRANE


Powerful:-
Representative of a person that can function powerfully in high places or at a
high [advanced] level. Someone that operates
powerfully in the Gifts of the Spirit and has a good view [understanding]
of what the Lord requires him to do (1 Cor 12).


CRANE [bird]


Lonely:- A crane can
represent a person that feels lonely (Is 38:14, Hos 7:11).


CRASH


Disruption:- This is a
warning that your personal, business and/or spiritual life can be disrupted due
to a dispute or a confrontation (Acts 1:18, Act 19:27).


CRATE [box,
container]


Stored away:- Shows that
something is stored away for you and that it will be a matter of time before
your reward will be opened and handed to you.


CRAYFISH


A crayfish is hidden under the water which shows that the person
is hiding his real self from other people and would rather flee into a corner
than to confront issues (Job 40:21, Ps 64:6, Is 53:3).


- Crayfish with raised
claws


Defensive:- Raised claws
shows that the person has put up his defences and is preparing to fight back.


Feeling trapped:- It can
also show that the person feels trapped and must confront a possible threat or
threatening situation.


Not sharing hurt:- It
shows that such a person would rather put up their defences than to open up and
share the hurt that is keeping them away from other people (Job 31:33, 1 Sam
17:24).


CREAM [colour]


God’s favour:- It can
symbolize the favour and provision of the Lord (Ps 5:12, Prov 16:15).


CREAM [milk]


Fully Satisfied:-
Descriptive of a person that is satisfied and content, for he received the best
[choice] portion (Lev 20:24, Job 21:24).


Favour:- It can symbolize
the favour and provision of the Lord (Ps 5:12, Prov 16:15).


CRICKET [game]


Skilful negotiations:-
It shows that you are involved in negotiations where patience and skill is a
requirement.


Protracted argument:-
There will be times where you must attack aggressively but you will also be
required to defend your position. It may be a protracted argument which will
not necessarily be resolved or concluded (Jos 24:8, 1 Sam 14:47).


CRICKET [insect]


Irritating:- This
represents an irritating person who keeps on chattering, especially when you
want to rest or sleep. Can represent typical teenage-like actions and thoughts
that will attract attention to a person [boys, clothes and
dreams] (Prov 5:3, Prov 9:13).


CRIPPLE [disabled]


No fellowship:- It
symbolizes a person that does not make time available to spend with the Lord or
does not fellowship with other believers (Prov 26:15, Prov 24:30).


CROCODILE [leviathan]


satan:- The crocodile is the
representation of satan himself. Deceiver or deception (Rev 20:2).


Unclean:- It is an
unclean spirit (Rev 16:13).


Pride:- Show that the
person is proud and self-righteous (Ez 29:3).


Poison:- Poison (Deut
32:33).


Stalking:- It is a
warning to beware of the enemy who is stalking you. Be watchful and cautious.
Stay away from unholy ground. Be especially cautious in the place of provision
[your business or workplace] as you may be lured
into a deceptive transaction (Eph 6:12).


- Pale green crocodile


Evil influence:- It is a
warning that you are not trusting God when you are making important decisions
which is making you susceptible to the influences of the evil one (Is 47:11).


















CROSS


Sacrifice:- It is a
symbol of sacrifice and redemption. It also gives you hope for the future.


Christ’s sacrifice:- Reminder
that Christ died for your sins (Matt 16:24, Col 1:20).


CROSSBOW


God’s help:- It is a
promise that you shall not need foreign soldiers or other people to help you
and that Jesus shall be your battle-bow, He shall fight the battle on your
behalf (Zech 9:13, Ps 45:4-5, Rev 6:2).


CROSS-DRESSING


Abomination:- An
abomination. Doing something wrong in the eyes of God (Deut 22:5).


CROSSROADS [roads]


Decision-making: - You
are faced with a choice on the way you live your life or the career you follow.
It is a time of decision-making and a call to prayer for direction from God (Joel
3:14).


Undecided:- It can show
that the person is undecided [not clear which way to go]
(Act 19:29, 1 Cor 14:33).


- Left turn [direction]


Turning from the spiritual:-
If you turn left it shows that you are turning from the spiritual [right hand side] to the natural [left
hand side] which means that your spiritual life will be adversely
affected.


Turning to the world:-
It can also be a caution that you are turning from the ways of the Lord to the
way of the world.


- Right turn [direction]


Turning to God:-
If you turn right it shows that you are turning from the natural [left hand side] to the spiritual [right
hand side] that means that your natural circumstances will be positively
affected or that you are turning away from the things of the world to the way
of the Lord.


CROW [raven]


Promise of provision:-
It is a promise from God that if you go where He sends you, and if you are
where you have been called to, He will provide for you in abundance (1 Kings
17:2-4, Luke 12:24).


Untrustworthy person:- A
crow is a scavenger and a thief. It likes shiny things, hoards stolen goods and
can represent an evil, sly and untrustworthy person who is attracted to worldly
goods and pleasures. Such a person would often prey on naïve people to deceive
them and steal from them. He lives an empty and negative lifestyle [many times it is a person affected by a spirit of rejection]
(Is 34:1, 11, Ps 147:9).


CROWN


Entrusted with authority:-
It can also show that the Lord will entrust you with authority to reign, or
will give you responsibility for a specific area (Ex 25:25, Ex 37:2-11, Ex
39:30, Est 8:15, Ps 21:3, Zech 6:11).


Receiving fruit:- You
are about to receive the fruit for that which you have worked so hard for, or
have expected.


Victory:- A crown is a
symbol of victory or authority.


Promoted:- It shows that
you will be promoted or rewarded with a higher position [it
can be in a career, business or a spiritual sense] (Rev 3:11, 1 Peter
5:4).


CRYING [wailing]


Vulnerable:- It shows that
you are vulnerable, open and prepared to shed your sorrow, sin, baggage and
spiritual bondage (Luk 6:21).


- Crying out of sorrow


Sorry for sin:- It can
also show that you are sorry for the sins in your life and that you are
prepared to change your ways (Joel 2:17).


Healing tears:- It can
also show that through your tears the Lord is healing you (Ez 27:31, 2 King
20:5).


Trauma period:- Shows
that you are going through a period of trauma or suffering (Job 16:20, Ps 6:6).


- Crying out of joy


Thankful person:-
Represents a person with a thankful heart that is in unity with the Father (Ps
126:6, 2 Kings 20:5).


- Crying out of compassion


Compassion for unsaved:-
Shows your compassion for those that are not saved.


Associate with pain:- It
also shows that you are a person that can associate with the pain and hurt of
others (Gen 33:4).


- Crying from desperation


God is your only outcome:-
It shows that you know that the Lord is your only outcome [the
Lord our Saviour] in a situation (Luk 8:52).


Experiencing horror:- It
shows your cry for help from the Lord or that you are experiencing horror,
distress or sorrow (Lam 1:16).


- Crying in travail


Intercessory heart:- You
are a person with an intercessory heart and you are prepared to stand in the
gap for others.


Cry for Divine
intervention:- It is also a deep cry for Divine intervention (Jer 15:5).


CRYSTAL


Transparent:-
Transparency. It shows being open and transparent, not hiding anything, or a
willingness to be filled by the Holy Spirit As a transparent veil (Rev 21:21).


Clean from sin:-Shows
that you are clean from sin, and filled by the Holy Spirit (Ps 19:19, Ps 24:4,
Ez 36:25).


CRYSTAL BALL


Misleading word:- It is
a warning that the prophetic word given to you is not a word of God, is there
to mislead you and is based on divination [spiritism, new
age, paganism] (Deut 18:10, Jer 14:14).


Poor counsel:- A Balaam
spirit. Shows someone who cannot be trusted to give good counsel, or advice
with wisdom and discernment, but who often brings disgrace and disaster (Num
31:16, Num 22:7).


Witchcraft:- Witchcraft
(Ez 21:21).


Sexual iniquity:- This
is linked to water spirits and could indicate involvement in sexual iniquity or
extra-marital relationships (Deut 23:17, 18, Act 16:16).


CUCUMBERS


Refreshment:- Spiritual
refreshment [spiritual nourishment] and to be
refreshed in a period of suffering [desert experience]
or affliction (Is 1:8).


Worldly provision:- It
is a warning that you are seeking your provision from natural, own effort or
worldly things [Egypt] and not from the Lord (Num
11:5).


Temporary shelter:- It
can show that you will only receive temporary shelter in difficult
circumstances.


CUD [chewing]


Thinking through:- It
shows that the person is thinking a matter through thoroughly (Deut 14:6-8, Lev
11:3-7).


CUFFS [handcuffs]


Released:- Promise of
God that He will release you from captivity or a reminder that you have been
freed from bondage and captivity (Zeph 3:20).


Confined:- Shackled,
tied up, confined and embarrassed.


Prisoner:- To be a
prisoner, or to be in the power of an enemy (Zeph 3:20).


CUP


Celebrate redemption:-
To celebrate the redemption of Christ by drinking from the cup [wine, symbolizing the blood of Christ] (1 Cor 11:26, Matt
10:42).


Ultimate sacrifice:- It
also refers to the ultimate sacrifice (John 18:11).


- Cup held with trembling


Trembling:- Cup of
trembling--a cup causing those who drink it to reel or to fear something or
somebody (Zech 12:2, Is 51:17, 22, Jer 13:13).


Experiencing sorrow:-
The person is experiencing sorrow or is causing or expecting sorrow (Jer
25:15-17, Lam 4:21).


Disgrace:- Disgrace (Hab
2:16).


- Cup of wine


Wrath:- It can refer to
the cup of the wine of wrath of the Lord.


Causing war:- This is a
warning that war can arise between people and/or nations.


Anger poured out:- It is
a caution that the Lords’ anger will be poured out on those who drinks from the
cup (Jer 25:15-37, Is 51:17-19).


- Golden cup from woman


Unity with queen of heaven:-
Receiving cup of unity from the queen of heaven (Rev 17:4).


Selling soul:- Person
who is prepared to sell his soul to the enemy.


- Cup of cold water


Refreshment:- It is a
promise of refreshment after a period of trial and testing [desert experience] (1 Cor 10:16).


CURLERS [hair]


Presentable to God:-
Symbolizes the desire of a person to be more acceptable for the Lord. It can
also show that the person is doing away with sin and filth [fleshly nature] in his life (1 Cor 11:14).


Self-effort:- Can show
that the person is attempting to bring the glory of God on them out of their
own effort.


Not subjecting:- Can
also signify a person who is not subjecting himself to the instruction and
commands of God – not in his calling (1 Cor 11:5, 6).


CURTAINS [vail,
veil]


- Thick and dark curtains


Hiding:- A curtain is
something that hides or conceals something.


Legalism:- It can show
that the person is very legalistic and still under the Old Covenant [law].


Hiding true nature:- It
can also show that the person is not exposing the real issues and that he does
not give you the real picture (Is 28:15, Is 59:2).


- Opened curtains


Revealing:- It shows
that you are prepared to reveal what is hidden. It can also indicate that the
Lord has given you a revelation of something that was hidden or that will
happen in the future (Luke 24:45, Mat 5:14).


CYMBALS


Praising God:-
It shows that you are dancing with praise before the Lord. You are in awe of
the Lord (2 Chron 5:13, Ps 150:5, 2 Sam 6:5, 1 Cor 13:1).


Self-promotion:- It
shows that the person does not act in love but to promote himself (1 Cor 13:1).
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DAD [father,
daddy]


Love children:- One who
loves his children (Gen 37:4).


Authority:- Someone with
authority who commands and instructs (Prov 1:8, Gen 50:16, Prov 6:20).


Encourager:- One who
guides, encourages, warns and trains, who occupies a position of counsel and
care.


Teacher:- A teacher (Gen
45:8, Judg 17:100, Jer 3:4, 1 Thes 2:11, Hos 11:3).


Rebuker:- One who
rebukes and restrains (Gen 34:30, 1 Sam 3:13, Deut 8:5).


Considerate:- Someone
considerate of burdens or sins that his children is carrying (Mal 3:17).


Familiar:- Someone considerate,
self-restrained, tender and familiar (Luk 11:7, Eph 6:4).


Loyal:- Someone who will
not desert a child (Ps 27:10).


Ancestor:- Ancestor,
immediate or remote (Gen 28:13).


Fatherly:- One who
exhibits fatherly characteristics (Ps 68:5).


Superior:- A revered or
honoured superior, a prophet (2 King 5:13, 2 King 2:12, 2 Pet 3:4).


Provider:- It refers to
someone who provides and nourishes (Is 1:2).


Considerate of needs:-
He who delights in his children and is considerate of their needs and requests
(Prov 3:12, Prov 10:1, Mat 7:10).


Inheritance:- It can
also refer to the characteristics of a Father that is passed on to the children
(Deut 7:9).


Spiritual ancestor:- Can
refer to a spiritual ancestor (Rom 4:11). Kinship, affinity (Job 17:4, Eph
1:17).


Father of glory:- Father
of glory (Job 38:28).


God the Creator:-
The Creator, the source the inventor or originator, author or beginner of
anything (Jam 1:17, Gen 4:20, Gen 4:20, Gen 4:21, Job 38:28).


Heavenly Father:-
Our Heavenly Father (Ex 4:22, Deut 32:6, 2 Sam 7:14, Ps 89:27, Ps 89:28).


Covenant relationship:-
Covenant relationship (Jer 31:9, Is 63:16, Is 64:8, John 8:41).


DAGGER [sword]


Word of God:-
It can symbolize the Word of God or the power of the Holy Spirit (Titus 1:13).
Sharp, penetrating, piercing between the soul and spirit, joints and marrow,
the inmost recesses of the mind, thoughts and intentions, separating fleshly
and spiritual attitudes (Jud 7:20, Heb 4:2-3, 12).


Gospel of Jesus:-
Gospel of Jesus Christ bringing healing, restoration, joy, life and abundance
(Heb 4:12).


Deliverance:-
Deliverance (Deut 32:41, Ps 17:13, Hos 11:6, Zech 13:7).


Judicial power:- It is
the symbol of judicial power [God’s power and authority]
taking the lives of the condemned (Ps 17:13, Rom 13:4, Zech 13:7).


God’s protection:- Protection
of the Lord (Gen 3:24, Josh 5:13). Judgment against those persecuting His
children.


Revelation:- Revelation,
to reveal and to clear (Rev 1:16).


Intention to hurt or cause
harm:- It is an instrument with which to cut and can therefore indicate
the intention to cut, hurt, injure and humiliate another, or be a person
feeling hurt, injured, rejected, betrayed or humiliated.


Malice and dishonour:-
Can symbolize the tongue as a vessel of malice and dishonour (Ps 57:4, Prov
25:18).


Stirring discontent:-
Words inflaming slaughter and discontent (James 3:6). A fierce and warlike
attitude stirring others to war and discord. Critical words, evil intent and
verbal attacks (Gen 27:40).


DAIRY [milk]


Spiritual nourishment:-
It is the place where you receive spiritual nourishment [milk] from the Lord (1
Pet 2:2).


Basic Word:-
Receiving teaching on the foundational principles of God’s Word (Gen 18:8, 1
Pet 2:2, Heb 5:12, 13, 1 Cor 3:2).


Spiritual immaturity:-
It can show that the church leadership is still spiritually immature and only
able to teach in the foundational principles of the Word.


Holiness:- A call to be
holy in order to receive God’s promises 2 [promised land of
milk and honey].


DAM [pool,
reservoir]


Spirit of Life:-
The water is representative of the Spirit of Life and the fact that it is
contained or dammed up symbolizes it being held in reserve for a special
occasion or a time of need.


Rest and peace:- A quiet
and peaceful resource, showing that you can rest in the peace and provision of
the Lord. Not liable to commotions and disturbances, tranquil and prosperous
(Nah 2:8, Gen 10:10).


Financial resources:- In
a business or workplace sense the water [provision]
can also symbolize financial resources. The pooling of financial resources can
therefore show that funds are being stored for a time of need or to acquire
something special.


Reserves:- Financial
resources or spiritual provision held in reserve for times of spiritual,
financial or physical attack or need (Is 22:9).


Place of teaching:-
Place where the flock [children] of the Lord drink
of the wellspring of salvation and knowledge. His benefits and blessings (Ps
84:6). Gifts of the Spirit (Is 35:7; Is 41:18).


- Crack in dam wall


Fraud:- It can show
irregularities in your business or ministry’s finances. Someone may be involved
in corruption or pilfering money (2 Kings 12:16).


- Clear blue dam


Healing:- Promise of
healing (John 5:2, 4, John 5:7, John 9:7, 11), or restoration [refreshment and joy] by the Holy Spirit (Is 35:7). Clear,
bright, serene.


Eyes:- It can represent
a person’s eyes (Song 7:4).


Spirit inspired teaching:-
Teaching under influence of [led by] the Holy Spirit
(Acts 4:8).


- Dam full of fish


The saints:- People
flowing in the Spirit (1 Cor 14:12).


Provision:- It also
holds the promise of financial provision from the Lord, wealth and riches (Eph
3:20).


- Dry dam


Obstructions removed:-
The Lord removes all the impediments standing in your way (Is 42:15).


- Hot water dam


Resources available:- In
a business or workplace it can show that it is time to act, the financial
resources have already been provided.


Calling forth:- In a
spiritual sense it can show that you can proclaim and call forth that which you
are trusting the Lord for (2 Cor 6:2, Neh 2:6, Ecc 3:1).


Time to act:- In a
business or workplace sense it can show that it is time to act, the resources
are already provided and that you can act.


Calling forth:- In a
spiritual sense it can show that you can proclaim and call forth that which you
are trusting the Lord for (2 Cor 6:2, Neh 2:6, Ecc 3:1).


- Muddy dam


Bad investment:- Shows
that your resources [savings] are polluted or
infected in such a way that it may be worthless or unusable (Is 57:20, Jer
38:6).


- Swimming pool


Provision:- Financial or
spiritual provision of a family.


Family
life:- Peaceful family or church (Nah 2:8, Gen 10:10). The quality of
the water in the pool can be a reflection of the health of the family.


God’s presence:-
Abundant presence of the Lord. The blessings of God (Ps 84:6).


Rest:- Place of rest,
enjoyment and freedom to flow in the movement of the Holy Spirit (Rev 14:13).


Spiritual equipping:- It
can also represent a place where people are equipped to operate in the gifts of
the Holy Spirit (1 Cor 12:28).


- Swimming pool in a
building


Spiritual insight:- It
can be revelation or insight given by the Holy Spirit in respect of a business
and/or investment.


DANCE or DANCING


Joy:- To dance is an
expression of joy and a celebration before the Lord ( 1 Chron 15:16).


Intimacy:- It shows that
you are experiencing high levels of intimacy [abiding]
with the Lord, and is feeling special and cared for (Ps 30 11, 2 Sam 6:5, 16).


Prophetic act:- Dancing
can also be a prophetic act of worship and prayer, respecting and honouring the
Lord (2 Sam 6:16).


Worship ministry:-
Preparation for a worship ministry or a feast of celebration on what the Lord
has taught you ( 2 Chron 29:27).


DANIEL ANOINTING


Leadership abilities:- A
person with strong leadership abilities that is anointed with great faith and
courage.


Prophetic ability:- A
person flowing in the prophetic, especially the interpretation of dreams and
visions through divinely guided discernment and wisdom (Dan 1:17, Dan 5:11).


DARKNESS [night]


Absence of God:-
The night [darkness] represents the absence of the
presence of the Lord [the Light] (Ps 18:11).


Unbeliever:- It can
therefore show that the person is an unbeliever or is separated from God due to
sin (Job 40:13).


Misled:- It can also
show that the person is misled and confused and is seeking direction (Ps 82:5).


Lost:- It can also show
that the person is lost, depressed and desperate (Ps 88:6, Col 1:13).


DARK PERSON


Spirit of darkness:-
Shows of the presence of the spirit of darkness [satan],
placing someone in bondage to a demonic and evil power (Ps 107:10).


Presence of curse:- It
can also show the presence of a curse.


DAVID ANOINTING


Loving God:-
A person with this anointing will love and trust God with all his heart and
soul.


Many territories:- It is
a powerful anointing that will establish the house of God in many territories.


Well-spoken person:- It
often refers to a courageous, good looking well-spoken person (1 Sam 16:18, 1
Sam 17).


Praise and worship:- It
can represent the re-establishment of praise and worship in the house of the
Lord (Neh 12:45-47).


Pure heart:- A person
with a pure heart that is loved by God (Is 61:1).


DAWN [see
also sun]


New era:- It can
represent the beginning of a new era in your life.


Newness:- Freshness and
newness.


Reprieve:- A reprieve
after a very difficult [dark] period (Mat 28:1, 2
Pet 1:19).


DAUGHTER


Fruitfulness:-
A daughter represents fruitfulness as she has the ability to bear children [fruit] (Gen 1:22, Ez 19:10, Ps 128:3)..


Growth:- It can also
represent spiritual growth or natural expansion (Mic 4:13).


Weakness:- The daughter
is of the weaker sex and can therefore refer to a weakness or someone that is
not very strong.


Spiritual daughter:- It
can also refer to a spiritual or natural daughter.


- Baby daughter


Potential expansion:- It
shows that the business or ministry has the potential to expand and multiply
(Lev26:9).


Birth of baby:- It can
of course also be a natural [literal] meaning (Is
43:6, Matt 25:1, Gen 26:22).


- Daughter-in-law


Loyal person:- A very
loyal and sincere person who will walk in an honourable covenant relationship
with others (Ruth 1:16-21).


DAY


Nothing hidden:- It
shows that nothing is hidden.


Honesty:- The person is
honest and reliable and does not do anything in the dark (1 Cor 3:13, Ps 74:16,
Song 4:6, Is 2:5).


DEAFNESS


Spiritual deafness:- It
shows spiritual deafness. Either being unwilling, or not able, to discern the
voice of the Holy Spirit (Mic 7:16, Is 43:8).


DEATH


Dead to sin:- It can
show being dead to sin, meaning the person has repented and received new life
in Jesus (Rom 6:11, 13). It is an exciting period! That which is past can be
put behind you and you can look forward to a new life in Christ (John 12:24).


Dead to the flesh:- It
can represent a person that is dead to fleshly and worldly things but alive in
the spirit (Rom 6:2, 11).


End of an era:- It can
mean the end of a period, a ministry, a business or a close relationship, but
can also represent spiritual death (Rev 21:8).


Given up:- The person
has given up on God and is trying to live without Him (Ps 49:14).


- Dead body


Dead to sin:- To be dead
to sin and worldly influences (Rom 4:19, James 2:26), meaning the person has
repented and received new life in Jesus (Rom 6:11, 13).


Spiritual death:- It can
represent spiritual death. The person has given up on God and is trying to live
without Him (Ps 49:14).


Impurity:- Points to the
presence of impurity, uncleanness and defilement (Hag 2:13).


Faith died:- Can show
that a person’s faith has died (Mat 23:27).


Business failure:- Can
point to the failure of a business, ministry or initiative.


DEBRIS


Broken pieces:- It
represents the broken pieces of a relationship, business or ministry which is
still visible.


Need deliverance:-
Meaning the person needs to deal with some issues to be completely delivered
(John 9:41, 2 Cor 3:14).


- Debris left behind in
kitchen


False doctrines:- Shows
someone who has been influenced by false teachings, or who has not renounced
some beliefs and doctrines that must still be dealt with (Prov 26:23, Jer
14:14).


DEED [title]


Taking control:- It
shows that you can take control or ownership of the situation as you have been
given the power of attorney [authority] (Ex 3:15,
Gen 23:20).


DEER [buck,
antelope]


Gentle:- A deer
symbolizes love, gentleness (Song 2:9, Prov 5:19) and swiftness (2 Sam 2:18).


Confident:- It can
represent a confident person [stable and secure] who
is of quick understanding (Is 35:6, 2 Sam 22:34, 1 Chron 12:8).


Morally strong:- It
shows a morally strong person who is sincere and runs from worldly and fleshly
dangers (Ps 42:1, Ps 18:33, Prov 5:19).


Introvert:- Can be an
introverted person who withdraws quickly (Mark 4:40).


Stubborn:- Someone who
has been hurt by rejection, may seem stubborn [to hide
their fear of man] and would relinquish their leadership role in
personal relationships.


Reluctance:- Someone who
is reluctant to take up their authority in Christ (Rev 21:8, 2 Sam 17:2).


- Deer antlers [horns]


Authority:- Horns are
normally symbols of rulership and a high position [authority].
In this case it can represent a kind person in a position of authority who
receives his power from the Holy Spirit (Ez 34:21).


DEMON [fallen
angel]


Revealing demonic activity:-
The Holy Spirit normally reveals a demon in situations where you have the
authority to cast them out. You can command it to leave in the authority given
to you by Jesus Christ (Mark 16:17).


DENIM


Relaxed:- Descriptive of
a relaxed informal atmosphere (Job 5:23, Ps 37:11). It can also refer to
playfulness and hobbies (Joh 15:11, Jer 33:11).


Rugged:- Denim is
associated with strong, robust and hardy material and can therefore be symbolic
of a person that seems rugged on the outside, but does not give up easily (Heb
3:14, 1 Cor 15:58).


Fading:- This colour is
associated with fading over time and can therefore refer to a person that
cannot persevere over time or someone that gives up easily16 (2 Sam 22:46, Jam
1:11).


Physical labour:- This
colour is often associated with workers clothes and can thus be associated with
physical labour [hard work]. It can be associated
with self-effort (Ex 1:14, Jer 12:13).


Relaxation:- Denim is
associated with recreational activities and can therefore be symbolic of
leisure, play or a hobby (John 15:11, Jer 33:11).


DENTIST


Coaching:- Represents
someone who coaches and disciples another in order to teach wisdom, discernment
and understanding (Prov 1:3, Prov 2:6).


Restoring relationship:-
A dentist can represent the Holy Spirit that brings restoration and healing to
your relationship with God and your ability to reflect on and understand the
Word of God1.


DESERT [desolation]


Trial:- It shows a time
of suffering [trial and testing] where the Lord is
building your character so that He can use you to further His Kingdom (Heb
11:17, Ps 66:10, Ps 107:4-5).


Discouraged:- It can
show that the person feels discouraged and tired, or forgotten by the Lord (Lam
3:16).


DESERT [pudding]


Offering:- An offering
to God (Ex 29:2, Lev 2:4, Lev 24:5).


Prophetic word:-
Prophetic word [encouragement, building up or guidance]
(1 King 14:3, Jos 9:5, 12).


Promise:- It contains
the promise of a new creation that is fruitful, rich and wonderful (Gen 1:28).


DEW


Blessing:- A blessing in
a time of trial (Gen 27:39, Ps 133:3).


Expect good news:-
Expect good news (Deut 32:2).


Receiving favour:- To
receive the favour of the Lord (Prov 19:2).


DIAMOND


Special person:- This
shows a special person, one in a million, who is tested and tried and have been
strengthened in wisdom and character.


Great value:- It can
also represent something of great value (Mat 10:31, Ez 28:13).


Inner beauty:- The Lord
sees the beauty within you [inner man] and loves you
very much (Ez 3:9, Luk 12:7).


Purity:- It is a symbol
of holiness, purity, praise and worship (Lev 16:4, Lev 16:32, 2 Chron 5:12).
Purity and spotless nature and life of someone. The holiness of God’s members,
their faith and conversation (Gen 49:12).


Innocence:- Innocence,
to be clean, clarity, restored (Ecc 9:8; Dan 7:9). The pure and spotless
righteousness of Christ.


Victory:- Glory, victory
and happiness (Rev 3:5).


Deceptive person:-
Beware of a “false white” as it can represent a deceptive person stripped of
wealth and treasure (Joel 1:7). Divine judgment (Ex 4:6, 2 King 5:27).


- Uncut diamond


Character undeveloped:-
Represents a person of value whose character has not yet been developed to the
point where the Lord can use him (Eph 3:16).


- White diamond


Purity:- It is a symbol
of holiness, purity, praise and worship (Lev 16:4, Lev 16:32, 2 Chron 5:12).
Purity and spotless nature and life of someone. The holiness of God’s members,
their faith and conversation (Gen 49:12).


Innocence:- Innocence,
to be clean, clarity, restored (Ecc 9:8; Dan 7:9). The pure and spotless
righteousness of Christ.


Victory:- Glory, victory
and happiness (Rev 3:5).


Deceptive person:-
Beware of a “false white” as it can represent a deceptive person stripped of
wealth and treasure (Joel 1:7). Divine judgment (Ex 4:6, 2 King 5:27).


DIARY


Well organised:- It can
show someone who is well organized with their priorities in order.


Manage your time better:-
It can also be a reminder that you have to manage your time better (Ecc 3:1-7).


DINING


- Dining room


Presenting the Word:-
Represents a time or opportunity to feed people with the Word of God (1 Cor
14:26, Luke 22:8).


- Dining table


Fellowship:- A place of
fellowship, friendship and sense of belonging to family (Luke 22:30).


DINOSAUR [sea
monster, crocodile, serpent, dragon]


Water spirit:- It
normally represents water spirits and is associated with the Leviathan [satanic, water] spirit.


satanic manifestation:- It represents a
powerful manifestation of the devil and is a warning that spiritual warfare
should be entered into (Col 2:15, Is 27:1, Col 2:15, Eph 4:27).


DIRECTIONS:


- Back [see yard]


Past:- It shows a
memory, or something that happened in the past (Song 2:11).


- Down [see wind]


Spiritual descension:-
Spiritual descension, backsliding, falling away, humility and prostration (Gen
12:10, Is 14:12-13)14 .


- East


New beginning:- East is
where the sun rises and is pointing to the beginning or something new [such as a new ministry, business or enterprise].


Before you:- Shows
something that is before [in the future], or in
front, of you (Job 23:8- 9).


- Front [see yard]


Future:- It can point to
something that will happen in the future (Ps 68:7).


- Left to right


Turning to God:-
If you turn right it shows that you are turning from the natural [left hand side] to the spiritual [right
hand side] that means that your natural circumstances will be positively
affected or that you are turning away from the things of the world to the way
of the Lord.


Natural change:- Moving
from left [natural] to right [spiritual]
shows circumstances in the natural [or soul life – emotions]
which can influence your spiritual life. You can ask the Lord to protect you
from whatever may be coming against you.


Set free from the world:-
It can show that you are going to be set free from a worldly issue or spirit,
or delivered from an attack from a demon (Ez 47:1, Rev 13:1).


Call to renewal:- It can
be a caution to renew your mind, to block the flow of negative emotions or
thoughts which are influencing you (Rom 12:2).


- Left turn


Spiritual change:- It is
a message from God [spiritual] to a person [natural], to show that spiritual change will definitely
come.


Turning from the spiritual:-
If you turn from right to left it shows that you are turning from the spiritual
[right hand side] to the natural [left hand side] which means that your spiritual life will
be adversely affected.


Straight Forward


Spiritual progression:-
Spiritual progression without digression (John 1:23, Is 40:3-4)13.


- Right to left


Spiritual change:- It is
a message from God [spiritual] to a person [natural], to show that spiritual change will definitely
come.


Turning from the spiritual:-
If you turn from right to left it shows that you are turning from the spiritual
[right hand side] to the natural [left hand side] which means that your spiritual life will
be adversely affected.


Turning to the world:-
It can also be a caution that you are turning from the ways of the Lord to the
way of the world.


- Right side [direction]


Positive:- If something
is on the right side it may be experienced as positive, powerful and from a
position of authority (Ex 15:6).


Spiritual revealed:-
Something on the right side shows the power of God being revealed but that it
is not released in the natural [wait a bit].


Give of yourself:- The
right side of body shows that you will give of yourself [serving]
to others (Matt 25:33, Prov 25:23, Gen 48:18).


Change:- It shows that a
particular situation [in the natural] will change
(Ps 80:3).


Wait a bit:- A situation
that has been loosed in the spiritual has not manifested in the natural. Wait a
bit before you act.


- Left side


Own weakness:- This
represents most people’s weak side and can be a warning that a negative
situation may arise. You will not be able to handle it in your own strength and
are called to depend on God’s strength (Ecc 10:2).


- North [direction]


Promise received:-
Points towards the receiving of that which was promised [spiritual
or natural] and to be prepared to receive your portion (Zech 14:4).


Hidden:- It points to
the future, of something that is hidden or in the darkness (Jer 3:8).


Caution to change ways:-
It can be a warning for you to change your ways or face the wrath of God (Jer
50:3).


- South


Peace and quiet:- Peace
and quiet from the Lord (Job 37:17). Assurance that you are fulfilling your
purpose (Act 27:13).


People saved:- Many
people will be saved (Is 41:18).


Desert experience:- A
dry and deserted place. It shows someone in a “desert experience” experiencing
drought in their spiritual and/or business life (Act 8:26).


Trying time:- It can
also show facing a period of trial and testing (Job 37:9).


- South wind


Peace:- Peace and quiet
from the Lord (Job 37:17).


Powerful confrontation:-
Whirlwinds normally come from the south, symbolizing a powerful confrontation
(Ps 78:26).


- Southwest


Doomed:- Doomed to
destruction (Zeph 2:5).


- Up


Spiritual ascension:-
Spiritual ascension (Gen 13:1, Is 2:2-4)12.


Pride:- Can be a warning
about pride and self-exaltation.


- West


Forgiven:- It shows that
God has forgiven you and does not remember your sins any more (Ps 103:6, Luk
12:54).


End of era:- The place
where the sun sets, it symbolizes the end of an era or a phase in your life.


Death:- It can also
point to the end of a person’s physical life (Mat 24:14, Hab 2:3).


DISABLED [cripple]


No fellowship:- It
symbolizes a person that does not make time available to spend with the Lord or
does not fellowship with other believers (Prov 26:15, Prov 24:30).


DISEASE


Spiritual stronghold:-
It can point to a spiritual stronghold, a person full of sin and iniquities, or
spiritual drought (Ps 103:3, Ex 15:26).


















DISHES [plate]


- Dishes on table


Presenting the Word
of God:- A dish [plates] can represent the instruments used to present the
Word of God, it can be training programs, courses, seminars and prophetic
prayer ministry, etc. (Deut 4:5, 1 John 2:27, Num 4:7, Judg 5:25).


Teaching opportunity:- A
dish [teaching instrument] on the table [agreement] can indicate that the Lord is preparing an
opportunity to teach the Word at various meetings and fellowships.


Presenting God’s
gifts:- Dishes can symbolize the gifts the Lord has given you for the
ministry or business (Ps 68:18). Food can be likened to the Word of God and the
Holy Spirit, and a table the place of gathering for fellowship and communion.


Gifts:- It can symbolize
the gifts the Lord has given you for ministry or business (Ps 68:18).


Teaching instruments:-
As food can be likened to the Word of God and the Holy Spirit, and a table to
the place of gathering for fellowship and communion, plates [dishes] can represent the instruments which are used to
present the Word of God. It can be training programs, courses, seminars,
prophetic prayer ministry, etc. (Deut 4:5, 1 John 2:27, Num 4:7, Judg 5:25).


Pretence:- Pretending
holiness on the outside, but full of sin on the inside.


False teachings:- It can
also represent false teachings (Mat 23:25).


- Dirty dishes


Gifts not used wisely:-
Shows that you are not using your gifts in the right place, or that you have
misinterpreted the giftings (Mic 1:7).


DITCH


Falling into iniquity:-
Falling into iniquity (Job 9:31).


Falling into trap:- A
warning that you may fall into the trap which you have set for someone else (Ps
7:15).


Struggling with iniquity:-
Can point to struggling in dealing with sexual iniquity, or involvement in
prostitution (Prov 23:27).


Religious spirit:- A
person with a religious spirit, leading others astray (Mat 15:14).


DIVIDING WALL


God’s protection:- It
can point to a boundary [wall] of protection the
prevents you from being overwhelmed. God is our hedge of protection (Is 26:1,
Is 60:18). Trust in God and in His protection (Jer 15:20, Job 38:20). It can
point to the church as the protection of the nations (Song 8:9-10). God’s
ordinances as protection of the Church (Song 2:9, Is 5:5).


Boundary:- It can point
to the boundary [limit] of the extension of the
business. If you can continue with exports you will not be successful (Jer
5:22, Job 26:10).


Place of safety:- Place
of protection and safety (Nahum 2:5, Zech 2:5). The New Jerusalem (Rev 21:12,
14, 17-21).


Rescue:- Rescue (Is
26:1, Is 60:18).


Self-defence:- Someone
that builds a wall of protection around himself, which mean that he hides his
own nature.


Division:- Designed as a
division between the children of God and is not saved yet (Ez 43:8, Eph 2:14).


Self-protection:- It can
be a symbol of self-protection that trusts more on themselves and other people
than trusting God (Deut 28:52, Is 22:11). The rich man’s wealth can be seen as
a manner of self-protection against poverty (Prov 18:11).


False doctrines:- False
or evil doctrines built around people by the church or ministries in order to
manipulate or control (Ezra 4:12, Job 24:11).


Stumbling block:- A
stumbling block or limitation. It can be seen as a stumbling block that
prevents you from doing what God has called you for.


DIVINATION


- Divination with arrows


Poor counsel:- A Balaam
spirit. Shows someone who cannot be trusted to give good counsel, or to advise
with wisdom and discernment, but who often brings disgrace and disaster (Num
31:16, Num 22:7).


Witchcraft:- Witchcraft
(Ez 21:21).


- Divination with rods


Sexual iniquity:- This
is linked to water spirits and could indicate involvement in sexual iniquity,
or extra-marital relationships (Deut 23:17, 18, Act 16:16).


DIVORCE [letter
of divorce]


Breaking agreement:- To
be separated, breaking of an agreement, contract or covenant (Deut 24:1, Matt
5:31, Mark 10:4).


DOCTOR


Healing ministry:- Can
mean that you are called to a healing ministry, or represent the healing
presence of the Holy Spirit Who is healing the someone from sickness or
spiritual bondage (Mark 2:17, Prov 26:11).


Jesus:- Jesus is the
Healer and Restorer of your life and can be symbolised by a doctor. It can also
be a representation of the resorating power of the Holy Spirit of Jesus that is
within you (Rom 8:11).


DOCKS [port,
jetty, harbour]


Safe place:- A place of
safety against the storms and the attacks of the world (Deut 12:10).


Destination:- Arriving
at your destination or the place where the Lord wants to use you next (Acts
15:4).


Prepare for a journey:- It
can indicate that the Lord is preparing you for a journey or a new phase in
your life.


DOG


Loyal friend:- It can
refer to a loyal friend (John 15:14, 15), or someone who is satisfied with the
least, or very humble (Mat 15:27, Mar 7:28, John 6:12). Lowly (1 Sam 24:14).


Uncleanness:- The
presence of uncleanness, an unclean spirit, shamelessness (Rev 22:15).


Unnatural lusts:- Can
refer to unnatural lusts of the body. Prostituting self (Deut 23:17, 18).


Despised:- To be
despised (Deut 23:18). Contempt, easily offended (1 Sam 17:43, 1 Sam 24:14, 2
Sam 3:8, 2 Sam 9:8, 2 Sam 16:9, 2 King 8:13, Is 56:10, Mat 15:26).


Opposed to ministry:-
Someone wrangling with the Word of God, or who is opposed to you or your
ministry.


Snarling at truth:-
Snarling at the truth of the Word.


Hurting words:-
Devouring and hurting words, reproach, covetousness, greed (Is 56:10)


False teacher:- False
teacher and/or teachings (Phil 3:2, Rev 22:15).


- Aggressive black dog


Barbarous:- It can
represent an enemy with a doglike character (Job 2:4), meaning someone who is
often cruel, barbarous, fierce, ferocious, and opposed to Biblical and
spiritual truths (2 Peter 2:12, Mat 26:67, Mat 27:28-31).


- Barking dog


Annoyed:- It can someone
that is feeling irritated or annoyed about a situation (2 Tit 4:15) or
represent an irritating person.


Danger:- It may be a
caution to listen! as there is someone who is warning you about possible
danger.


- Black dog


Depression:- Depression
is often described as a black dog, or it can represent someone who feels
forsaken, deserted, left in the dark, sorrowful, and distressed. (Ps 22:20, Ps
22:16).


Wicked person:- It can
also show an impure, cruel, and wicked person [evil and
deceptive] (Phil 3:2, Rev 22:15).


- Brown dog


Backsliding spirit:- It
can be a dirty backsliding spirit, the presence of strife (Prov 26:11, 2 Peter
2:22), or involvement in unacceptable and immoral activities (1 King 21:19, 1
King 22:38).


Lazy person:- A lazy [attitude or behaviour] and unproductive person, or someone
falling back into sexual iniquity after salvation.


- Bulldog


Self-interest:- Warning!
- The person you are dealing with is bull headed, difficult, and only
interested in promoting their own interests.


- Dead dog


Lowliness:- A sense of
lowliness, entire committal to God who alone is the judge. (Ps 142:1).


- Dog licking master’s
hand


Adoration:- A dog
licking his master’s hand shows acceptance, a friendly attitude, submission and
adoration (Is 60:7).


- Dog trailing game


Persistent person:-
Shows someone who is persistent, focused on his objective, and who knows how to
reach the goal (Ecc 7:25).


- Dog’s tail [wagging tail]


Accepted:- A dog wagging
its tail shows that you are feeling accepted and significant, or someone who
accepts and respects you (Ps 119:97).


- Dog’s tail [tucked tail]


Guilt:- A dog with a
tucked tail shows harbouring feelings of guilt, or feeling defeated and
insignificant [shame].


- Dog returning to vomit


Backsliding spirit:- Can
represent a dirty backsliding spirit (Prov 26:11, 2 Peter 2:22), or returning
to a worldly and sinful lifestyle.


Immoral activities:-
Involvement in immoral activities (1 King 21:19, 1 King 22:38).


Lazy person:- A lazy [attitude/behaviour] and unproductive person (Is 56:10).


Backsliding:-
Backsliding (Prov 26:11).


- Greyhound


Inner strength:- Someone
who can react swiftly when it’s needed, and is known for his inner strength
(Prov 30:31).


- Pet dog biting you


Stabbing you in the back:-
It is a warning that someone close to you is stabbing you in the back (2 Chron
23:13).


- Red dog


Argumentative spirit:- A
person or prevailing spirit that kindles and spreads contention and arguments
(Heb 10:32, Prov 26:21, Prov 10:12, Prov 15:18, Prov 29:22, Prov 30:33).


Cruel person:- Someone
who is prone to violence, anger and cruelty (Is 13:16, 18).


- Savage dog


Aggressive person:- A
person with an aggressive nature.


Abusive person:- Someone
close who abuses [physically or emotionally] and
hurts you.


- Sleeping dog


Intercessor:- An
intercessor that is not active in his calling.


Unaware:- Not being
aware [seeing the enemy]. Not exposing the enemy.


Dreamer:- A dreamer, a
lazy person (Is 56:10 ).


- White dog


Religious spirit:- A
legalistic and religious spirit, or attitude (Phil 3:2).


- Watchdog or sheepdog


Faithful:- A loving
person who is faithful to his master.


Spiritually awake:- A
lively person who is spiritually awake and sensitive to what is happening
around him.


Pastoral calling:- A
pastoral calling to someone who can be entrusted with the care of God’s flock.


Management function:- In
work and in business it can relate to a managerial or auditing function (Job
30:1).


DOG COLLAR


Agression harnessed:-
Symbolic of a person with an aggressive nature that is harnessed and kept under
control [like a court interdict against an abusing spouse].


DOG FOOD


Scrambling for spiritual food:-
Can refer to being satisfied with the crumbs off God’s table for spiritual food
(Mark 7:27-28) [crumbs off the table].


Feeding wrong spirit:- A
warning that you are feeding the wrong spirit.


DOLL


- Doll of paper


Copying others:-
Christians copying one another using standardized methods of ministry [a form of divination] (Jer 14:14, Jer 23:30, Ez 22:28).


DOLPHIN


Helpful:- Dolphins are
known to have rescued humans who were drowning and can therefore represent a
helpful and supporting person who makes himself available to people in need (Ps
72:12, 1 Cor 12:28).


New age:- The dolphin is
often used as a new age symbol and can show involvement in, or strongly being
influenced by, new age or other false religions (1 Chron 16:26, Ps 96:5).


DOMINOES


Unstoppable consequences:-
It shows that the way you dealt with a particular issue will have consequences
which can cause a chain reaction that no one will be able to stop (Lev 26:3).


DONKEY [mule,
ass]


Prophet:- A donkey can
be symbolic of a prophet or someone that flows in the prophetic (Num 22:21-31).


Hard working:- Shows
that you are a hardworking and strong person who is victorious in Christ but
who has a humble and kind personality (Zech 9:9, Matt 25:1, 1 Peter 2:16).


Independent:- It can
show someone who has an independent and obnoxious spirit.


Strong-willed:- A person
who tends to be strong-willed and unyielding. Difficult to get them to do that
which they must but does not feel like doing (Zech 7:11).


- Donkey braying


Insignificant argument:-
An unimpressive person making a big show about something insignificant (Prov
7:11).


- Wild donkey in heat


Reckless person:- It
refers to an untamed and reckless person, running from one point to the next
with brutal passion, unable to control his natural impulses and with the
ability to revert to uncontrollable violence.


Lack of wisdom:- It can
also refer to responding with eagerness, and a lack of wisdom, to idols and
false prophets without consideration of the consequences (Jer 1:23-25).


DOOR [gate]


Pivotal place:- Shows
that you are at a pivotal place or season in your life.


New dimension:- You can
choose to move into a new dimension.


New phase:- A promise
that you are at the point where you can enter and access something new, or a
new phase in your life.


Leaving:- It shows the
opening of a way to leave a current situation, the end of a season or period,
or leaving the current phase of your life.


New opportunity:- A new
commercial, or business, related opportunity is presented to you [the gate of opportunity] (John 10:7, Rev 3:8).


Opportunity:- It can
also reflect an opportunity for a person’s creative abilities to come to
fruition.


The way:- Jesus Christ
is referred to as the way, thus a door can mean that He is showing you the way
and is calling you to follow Him (John 10:9, Col 4:3).


- Back Door


Past:- This can
symbolize the past (Act 14:16).


Escape route:- It can
point to an escape route to ensure that you are not trapped in unwanted
relationships (1 Sam 18:12).


Unconventional way:- An
unconventional business or ministry opportunity, or a new way of doing things
(John 10:9, Rev 3:8).


- Brown door


Fleshly circumstances:-
A warning that you will be confronted with fleshly and humanistic
circumstances. Can show that you are too lazy and physically inactive, to take
up new opportunities (Song 1:6, Prov 15:19).


Selfish attitudes:- A
warning of potential problems due to selfish attitudes.


- Broken door handle


Unable to break through:-
A person that is unable to break through. Held back to receive salvation (John
10:9).


- Bronze door handle


Prepared to enter:-
Bronze is a hardened metal, unbreakable, and just as the bronze snake in the
desert, shows that you can enter, receive your salvation and your healing (John
10:9)


- Closed or shutting door


Not your opportunity:-
This opportunity is not for you, but for someone else (Ex 18:18).


End of season:- The end
of a season, assignment, or relationship (Job 19:6).


Death:- In the natural
it can show the end of a person’s life15 (Jonah 2:5).


Wasted opportunity:- It
can also represent a wasted opportunity (Matt 25:10).


- Forcing door open


Not ready:- Shows that
you are trying to force yourself onto an opportunity that is not ready for you
to utilize (Deut 20:19, Prov 30:33).


- Front door


New opportunity:- Shows
that you have arrived at the place where the new opportunity, or new phase, in
your life will be revealed (Joel 3:14, 2 King 9:3, Ez 47:1).


Future:- Can also be a
clue that the dream refers to the future [that which is in
front or before you].


- Open door


Moving freely:- Shows
that you can move and freely take or receive the opportunity offered to you [ministry, business or career] (Rev 3:8).


- Open door in heaven


Divine revelation:- The
Lord is giving divine revelation of a new move of the Spirit (Col 4:3, Rev
3:8).


- Security gate


Protected:- It shows
that the opportunity which lies before you is safe and secure, and you will be
protected from undue influences (Ez 44:2).


- Standing by door


Intercessor:- The person
is called as an intercessor [watchman].


Standing in the gap:-
Posted to stand in the gap for a particular cause (Ps 127:1, Ez 3:17).


- White door


Right standing:-
Revelation of your right standing before the Lord. A promise that you can have
victory over a specific area of your life (Col 4:3, Rev 3:8).


Imminent victory:- If
the white door is opening, then now is the time to receive your victory! Act
immediately.


- Wooden door handle


Own effort:- Refers to a
person that tries to manufacture his own salvation by works of the flesh.


DOVE [pigeon]


God’s greatness:- It
represents the richness and greatness of God (Ps 68:13).


Kind person:- Shows
someone who is kind, gentle and fully reliant on God’s protection (Ps 74:19).


Love:- Represents
feelings of love, peace and a longing to be with loved ones (Song 2:14).


Purity:- It shows
someone who is pure and undefiled, with inner beauty, true to their mate (Song
5:2), is being led by the Holy Spirit and won’t lose direction easily (Matt
3:1, 1 Cor 2:16).


Mourning:- Can show
experiencing a sense of loss and mourning (Ps 56:1, Is 38:14).


Self-affliction:-
Someone who can make silly decisions causing himself harm (Hos 7:14).


Keeping direction:-
Shows being guided by the Holy Spirit, not losing direction easily (Matt 3:1, 1
Cor 2:16).


- Black dove


Evil presence:- The dove
represents a spiritual presence therefore a black dove points to a demonic or
evil presence trying to present itself in the guise of the Holy Spirit [spirit of deception].


Calling to spiritual warfare:-
The Lord is warning you to enter into spiritual warfare (1 Sam 16:14).


- Dove with olive leaf in
beak


Trial over:- You are at
peace with God. Your time of trial has come to an end and God will once again
anoint you (Gen 8:8-11, Ps 55:6, Num 25:11).


- Green dove


Financial provision:-
Shows that the person is at peace, knowing that God will provide for his
finances (Ps 74:19).


- Rose red dove


God’s love:- God
revealing His love for us through His Holy Spirit (Song 4:8, 9).


- Pale coloured dove


Spiritual death:- The
pale colour points to death or deadness (James 1:15). A pale [dead] dove [Holy Spirit] shows
that the person does not believe in the Holy Spirit, or suppresses Him and His
work.


- White dove


Holy Spirit:-
It symbolizes the Holy Spirit (Matt 3:16, Mark 1:10, Luke 3:22, John 1:32).


DRAGON [crocodile]


Devil:- A dragon is
symbolic of the devil himself (Rev 20:2). Seeing a dragon is a serious warning
of the presence, and/or a stronghold, of the devil.


- Red dragon


Worldly kingdom:- A red
dragon can represent the establishment of a worldly kingdom [end of days, antichrist] (Rev 12:3), or that the person
would rather build a worldly kingdom than the Kingdom of Jesus.


DREAM


Special message:- If you
dream that you are dreaming the Lord is telling you to take note of a special
message which He wants to reveal to you (Gen 31:24, Job 33:15).


DRINK [to
drink]


Fountain of life:- Shows
a desire to drink from the fountain of life [Holy Spirit](Ps
36:9, 1 Cor 12:13).


Persecution:- It can be
a warning that you will be persecuted for your walk with God (Mat 20:22).


DRIVEWAY


Way revealed:- It shows
that the way to a person’s ministry or business, has been revealed. You need to
spend more time with the Lord to listen for His confirmation (Prov 8:20, Prov
4:11).


DRIVING [see
car]


In control:- A person
driving a vehicle is shown to be in charge [or will be
given charge], or is in control of a business or ministry (2 Kings
2:11).


Depending on own ability:-
It can show someone who feels so much in charge that he does not depend on the
Lord but on his own ability (Act 3:12).


- Reckless driving


Not caring:- Reckless or
wild driving can show indulging in unacceptable actions or activities often [behaviour], without caring about other’s feelings.


DROSS


Unacceptable:- This
refers to that which is unacceptable [unclean, sinful]
and can therefore be a warning about areas in your life that are not acceptable
to the Lord (Ez 22:18-19, Ps 119:119).


DROWNING


Depression:- Shows
feeling overwhelmed to the extent of giving up hope [depression]
(Job 26:6).


Falling into sin:-
Falling into sin and moving away from a relationship with the Lord (Lam 5:16).


DRUGS [to be
drugged]


Sorcery:- A simple study
of the word pharmakeia will reveal to you that the origin of the pharmaceutical
industry is sorcery [pharmakeio] (Gal 5:19-20, Rev
18:23). It’s essence is alter the functioning of
your mind and to influence or control you.


- Prescription drugs


Healing:- Prescription
drugs would normally represent the promise of the healing of a serious ailment
or affliction (Jer 33:6, Mal 4:2).


- Illegal drugs


Witchcraft:- Can show
involvement in witchcraft, or a sect, teachings, or with a person who controls
other people to the extent where they seem drugged and not able to make their
own decisions [or escape from it] (1 King 16:19, Is
29:9, 1 King 20:16).


- Food containing drugs


Misleading:- Refers to
teaching containing misleading elements1.


DRUGS [pills]


Healing:- Prescription
pills would normally symbolize healing from a serious ailment or affliction
(Jer 33:6, Mal 4:2).


Witchcraft:- Shows
involvement in witchcraft, or a sect, teachings or person that controls him to
the extent that he seems drugged and not capable of making his own decisions or
escape from it (1 King 16:19, Is 29:9, 1 King 20:16).


DRUMS


Announcement:- Drums can
symbolize an announcement of a special Word from the Lord (John 16:13).


In rhythm:- Show that
you are in rhythm with the beat of the Holy Spirit, meaning that you are in
tune with God (Act 15:15).


Exaltation:- It can also
symbolize praise and exaltation of the Lord (Ps 45:17, Ps 66:4).


Leading spiritual warfare:-
You have to take the lead in spiritual warfare against a spiritual attack from
the enemy (Jer 51:20, Eph 6:11, Ezra 3:10).


Mind binding:- In
African religions the beating of drums can have a trance-like effect on
participants, therefore it can show that something [mind
binding spirit], or someone, is trying to, or has taken control of the
person’s mind (Eph 4:23, Rom 7:23).


DRUNKARD


Poor judgment:- A
foolish person, not using logic and sober judgment when considering something
important (Deut 20:21, Prov 26:9).


Under spiritual influence:-
This represents someone under the influence of someone of something. If it is
experienced positively, it can point to a Godly influence, but if it is
experienced negatively, it can point to a demonic influence (Acts 2:13, Eph
5:18).


Evil influence:- Under
the influence of evil and/or lust (Rev 17:2, 6).


Lost own ability:- It
can refer to someone who has become so dependent on other people that they have
lost the ability to think for themselves (Is 24:20).


- Drunken man


Overcome:- Can point to
a person who is overcome by the presence of the Lord, or with grief, on account
of the unfaithfulness of the prophets and leaders (Jer 23:9-14).


DRY CLEANERS


Cleansing:- Place or
ministry where you can be cleansed and healed from sin and receive restoration
by the blood of Jesus (Is 1:16, 2 Sam 16:3).


DRY GRASS [chaff]


Unacceptable works:- It
can be a warning that your works are not acceptable by God [can represent a call from God to commit yourself to the ways of
the Father] (Ps 1:4, Matt 3:12).


Discouraged:- Shows
someone who is severely discouraged and whose faith is as depleted as dried
grass that is used as fuel for a fire [spiritually dead]
(Mat 6:30, Mat 13:30, Luk 12:28).


DUCK


Resisting the Holy
Spirit:- As a ducks’
feathers repel water [a symbol of the Holy Spirit],
it symbolizes a person who does not receive, or is resisting, the Holy Spirit.


Not appreciative:- It
can also represent someone who does not appreciate what they have (Job 27:14,
Prov 27:20).


DUNE [sand]


Time of testing:- It
shows that you are in a time of trial and testing where the Lord is maturing
you and building your character to use you for the furtherance of His Kingdom
(Heb 11:17, Ps 66:10, Ps 107:4-5).


Countless people:-
Figuratively it can represent a countless number of people (Gen 22:17, Gen
32:12, Is 10:22).


Own abilities:-
Descriptive of a person’s abilities [such as wisdom and
understanding] (1 King 4:29).


Hidden treasures:- Can
represent the promise of hidden treasures (Deut 33:19).


Hopelessness:- It can
show feeling hopeless and forgotten by the Lord (Lam 3:16).


Overwhelming enemy:-
Point to an overwhelming enemy (Jos 11:4, 1 Sam 13:5), or be descriptive of
foolish words [foolish planning or plans based on a poor
foundation] (Mat 7:26, Prov 27:3).


DUST


Humility:- It refers to
humility and lowliness (2 Chron 7:14, Gen 18:27).


Reminder of your origin:-
It can be a reminder that you are formed from the dust and that you should not
think yourself to be higher or better than others (Gen 2:7, Is 5:24, Is 26:5,
Ps 103:14).


Dryness in relationship with God:-
It can also show dryness in your relationship with the Lord and that you are in
need of the outpouring of the Holy Spirit (Ps 119:25).


DWARF


Demonic stronghold:-
Often represents a demonic power or stronghold in a person’s life. Normally it
is not strong and authority can be taken over it in the Name of Jesus (Luk
4:33).


- Dwarf ears


Half-truths:- Careful!
This can refer to a half-truths 16(Mat 4:6).


Not everything:- What
you are hearing is not the full measure of what you have to know.


DYE (RED) [henna]


Forgiveness:- Signifies
the blood of Christ spilt as a ransom for sin. Forgiveness, to cover, no
redemption price [free] (1 John 1:19, Matt 6:14-15,
1 Tim 2:6).


Self-effort:- Can show
that the person is attempting to bring the glory of God on them out of their
own effort.


Not subjecting:- Can
also signify a person who is not subjecting himself to the instruction and
commands of God – not in his calling (1 Cor 11:5, 6).


DYNAMITE


- Dynamite [explosion]


Sudden event:- It can
represent something powerful or a sudden dramatic event that will occur and
make big and unexpected changes in a person’s life (Act 4:22).


Powerful work:- It can
represent a powerful work of the Holy Spirit in your ministry or business or
event that will occur in your life (Act 4:22, Zech 4:6, Is 48:3, Luke 10:19).


Disruption:- It can be a
warning to be careful as there is the threat of a major disruption or dangerous
situation which you will have to face.


Be cautious:- Be
prepared and cautious (Is 7:4). It can also be a threat to destroy your
business or ministry.


- Dynamite stick


Miracle working power:-
A stick of dynamite that has not been lit shows of the potential inherent
miracle working power that is waiting for you to activate through the Holy
Spirit in You (Zech 4:6, Luke 10:19).


Danger:- It can be a
warning for you to be careful as there is a dangerous situation that you will
face. You must be prepared and cautious (Is 7:4).
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EAGLE


Holy Spirit:-
Symbolizes the Holy Spirit [or Jesus Himself]. Its
ways are not known, nor can it be seen with the eye, and it cuts through the
air but leaves no track behind (Prov 30:19).


Prophet:- It can signify
a true prophet or a person flowing in the prophetic gifts (Ez 17:3).


Resting in God:-
Someone who allows the Holy Spirit to show the direction and destination, or
who rests in the Hands of the Lord while waiting to receive a Word of
knowledge.


Wisdom:- It can reveal
the gift of Wisdom and the Discernment of spirits.


Swiftness:- Swiftness.


Strength:- Strength [power of God] and sweeping swiftness of the force and
impetus in the attack (Job 9:26).


Spiritual warfare ministry:-
It can refer to a Spirit driven spiritual warfare ministry (Is 13:5), or be a
reminder to enter into spiritual warfare before you can receive spiritual
revelations from the Lord (Rom 16:25).


Intercession:-
Intercessory prayer ministry pushing into the enemy’s territory (Jer 49:22,
Deut 32:10-11).


Overcoming difficulty:-
It carries the promise of overcoming difficulties and soaring high above it.


Great heights:- The
great heights, and freedom with which the eagle flies show that the person will
have victory and will be restored in spirit and body (Ps 103:5, Jer 49:22).


Prayer warrior:- Be
prepared for the battle for the Lord wants to use you mightily as a prayer
warrior (1 King 8:44).


Holy Spirit
led:- Allowing the Holy Spirit to lead you to the correct financial
proposition (Jer 48:40).


- Eagle’s wings


Victory:- Victory over
the enemy.


Delivered:- Delivered by
God (Jer 49:22). Supernatural deliverance (Deut 8:15-16).


Instructed by God:-
The Lord spreads His wings over you to instruct you. He will take you on His
back to soar with Him.


God’s affection:- If you
are too weak to sustain yourself, He will catch you on His wings to prevent you
from falling (Ex 19:4). It shows the Lord’s affection towards you. He takes
care [provides] of and delivers you. His strength
bears and carries you. (Ex 19:4).


Enabled by God:-
He teaches and enables you to mount up with eagle’s wings to soar in faith,
hope, and love, entering within the veil into the holiest of all, and living in
the constant and comfortable expectation of heaven and happiness.


Raised up:- The Lord is
taking you from the lowly state in which you are, and raises you up to
communion with Himself, bearing you on his heart, in His hands, and on His arm.


God’s support:- He
supports you during all your afflictions, and carries you through all your
troubles and difficulties, safe to eternal glory and happiness (Deut 32:11).


- Eagle with long wings


Area of dominion:- An
eagle with long wings may signify the length and breadth of a person’s dominion
[area of control or authority. It can be a country or a
business or area of influence] (Ez 17:3).


- Eagle’s eye


Clear view of the Gospel:-
It shows a strong and clear view of the Gospel, and the mysteries thereof.


Sight of God:-
An eagle has powerful sight and is able to look fully and steadfastly into the
sun [the Glory of God].


Deep revelations:-
Diligence in searching the deep things of God to receive His revelations (Ez
1:10).


- Eagle’s nest


Safe place:- A safe
place where God wants to stir a desire for Him in you so that He can feed you
with His Word.


Place of preparation:- A
place where He wants to prepare your infant ministry with His equipping, where
you are at ease until the Lord awakens you, stirs you up, and gets you out (Ex
19:4, Deut 32:11, Jer 48:40).


Saving grace of God:-
He will send his ministers to arouse you. He will set the law into your
conscience. He wants to convince you by his Spirit of your sin, open your eyes
to see your miserable condition and through His almighty power save and nurture
you. He will guard you against any attempts to take you away from Him, show His
affection for you and care for you. Whoever comes against you wrongly or with
evil intent, will not go unpunished, but He will beat them with His wings and
tear them apart with His nails (Deut 32:11).


Place of rest:- It is
also a place of rest, quietness and intimacy with the Father (Ps 31:20, Ps
63:7, Ps 91:1-2, 4, 9, 14).


Take flight:- God also
wants you to get out of the nest, and to start flying. You are quite capable of
taking care of yourself.


- Flying eagle


Soaring above problems:-
Victory. Soaring above every problem and situation (Jer 48:40).


Mysteries of grace:-
Ministering into the deep things of God, and the mysteries of grace (Is 40:31).


Readiness:- A person’s
readiness and swiftness to do the will of God in spreading the everlasting
Gospel.


True prophet:- It can
therefore signify a true prophet or someone flowing in the prophetic gifts (Rev
4:7, Rev 14:6).


- Golden eagle


Glory:- Gold represents
glory, excellence and a special move of God (King 5:5).


God our provider:- God
our provider (Hag 2.8). Can therefore show the promise of earthly riches (Job
3:15, Job 22:24, Is 2:7, Mat 10:9, Act 3:6, Act 20:33, Rev 18:12) but can also
refer to spiritual riches stored up in heaven (Mat 6:19, Act 17:29, 1 Pet 1:7,
18; 1 Pet 3:3, Jam 5:3).


Victory:- Can symbolize
a great victory or blessings.


- Grey eagle


Confusion:- Grey can
point to confusion and uncertainty.


Warning of deception:- A
grey eagle can thus be a warning that the person is deceived, influenced by
false doctrine (Jer 14:14), or show the presence of a deceiving and evil spirit
[such as shame] that is clouding the light of the
Lord (Job 10:22, Amos 9:10, Prov 10:10).


- In eagle’s claws


In the arms of Jesus:-
Safely held in the arms of Jesus (Deut 32:11). Even though you feel in danger
where you are, He will not let you fall (Ps 103:5).


- Soaring eagle


Flowing in the Gifts:-
A person who is moving freely in the gifts of the Holy Spirit (Jer 49:22, Deut
8:15-16).


- White eagle


Jesus’ purity:-
Representing Jesus’ purity and righteousness, or His prophetic ministry (Matt
17:2, Rev 1:14, Rev 3:4).


EARS


Call to listen:- It can
represent a call to listen, hear, discern and receive instruction from God (Ps
95:7, 8, Is 28:23, Is 42:23, Is 51:4, Is 55:3, Mat 13:9, 15, 16).


Healing:- Healing (Mat
11:5, Mar 7:32, Mar 9:25).


Hearing the Word:-
It can also be a call to strengthen your faith by listening to and hearing the
Word of God (Rom 10:17).


Not listening:- Not
listening to God [not listening to His commandments].


Disregard prophetic voice:-
Disregarding the prophetic voice of the prophets (Is 42:2, Is 48:8, 2 Chron
24:19, Jer 26:5, Jer 44:4, 5).


- Anointing of ears


Atonement:- Symbolic of
cleansing and atonement, becoming one with Christ (Ex 29:20, Lev 8:23).


- Awl in ear


Serving out of love:-
Symbol of love, to serve out of love and not out of duty, to be a servant by
choice(Ex 21:5, Ex 21:6, Ps 40:6).


Submission:- Willing to
submit completely to the Lord’s authority.


- Dwarf ears


Half-truths:- Careful!
This can refer to a half-truths 16(Mat 4:6).


Not everything:- What
you are hearing is not the full measure of what you have to know.


- Left ear


Voice of the world:- Not
hearing the voice of God, or a person listening to the voice of the world
rather than the voice of the Lord.


Presumption:- Acting in
presumption (Ez 12:2, Mat 13:15).


- Open ear


Spiritually aware:- A
person who is spiritually aware.


Hearing God:-
Discerning and hearing the voice of God (Ps 40:6, Is 50:4, Is 6:10, Is 29:18).


Spiritual wisdom:-
Spiritual wisdom (Is 50:4-5).


Obedience:- Obedience
and accepting your divine commission (Ps 40:6).


- Monkey ears


Sense of humour:- Points
to a person with a delightful sense of humour who hears clearly from the Lord17
(1 Chron 16:31).


Mocking spirit:- It can
show the presence of a mocking spirit (Prov 1:26, Job 22:19).


- No ears


Not hearing God:-
Not hearing God, or feeling that God does not hear you or listen to you (Ps
17:6, Ps 39:12, Ps 77:1, Ps 80:1, Ps 84:8).


- Right ear


Maturity in understanding:-
Maturity in understanding and discerning the voice of the Lord [understanding the intention of God].


God’s message:- It can
also signify that God has seen the person’s heart, or that they have received
His message (Ps 40:6, Is 35:5).


EARTH [world]


Gospel to the world:-
The Lord is showing you the world for He has called you to spread the Gospel to
all peoples and nations.


International ministry:-
It can represent a calling to an international business or ministry (Ps 22:27,
Ps 49:1).


Worldly pleasures:- It
can show that the person is more focused on worldly pleasures and own interests
than to do the will of the Lord (Ps 73:12).


EARTHQUAKE


Immense power:- An
illustration of the immense power of God (Ps 104:32).


Released from bondage:-
Can show being released from bondage by a sudden and powerful intervention from
God (Acts 16:26).


Sudden intervention:- It
can also point to a sudden intervention that can change the course of the
person’s life. A person whose life is severely affected by sudden and powerful
disruptions or interventions (Is 24:20).


Anger of God:-
Can represent the anger of God (Ps 18:7).


Judgment:- Anger and
judgment coming against someone (Is 13:13, 14).


EAST


New beginning:- East is
where the sun rises and is pointing to the beginning or something new [such as a new ministry, business or enterprise].


Before you:- Shows
something that is before [in the future], or in
front, of you (Job 23:8- 9).


EATING


Fed with the Word:-
To be fed with the Word of the Lord by the Holy Spirit (Lev 46:10, John 4:34).


Satisfied:- It can also
show that you are happy or satisfied with a business, ministry or relationship
that you are involved in (Deut 8:10, John 21:12).


ECHO


Returning words:- It can
represent your own words or actions coming back to you from different
directions [it can be in the form of a blessing or words of
anger].


Jesus’ words:- It can
also be an echo of the Words of Jesus calling you to drink from the Spirit of
Life (Rev 22:17).


Reaping:- It is a
reminder that you will reap what you have sown (Job 28:14 Is 42:14, Jer 6:7).


ECLIPSE [lunar,
solar]


World getting in the way:-
When the earth moves into a straight line between the sun and the moon, the
earth blocks out the light of the sun and a lunar eclipse occurs. This is an
allegory for the world [fleshly lifestyle], that
becomes so important for a person that he blocks out the light of the sun [symbolizing God] so that His Light cannot be reflected
from the moon [symbolising Jesus] and reflect His
glory.


EGG


Prepared but not fulfilled:-
This shows that the Lord has already prepared something [ministry,
business deal, healing, and provision] for you, but the time for its
fulfilment hasn’t arrived yet. Be patient and rest in the promise of His
provision (Hab 2:3, Is 8:17, Is 30:18, Luke 11:12, Is 59).


Slow decision-making:-
It can show someone who is very slow in making a decision, or to take action,
and who is therefore in danger of missing an opportunity (Prov 6:10). It can
also refer to a delay to implement after a decision has been taken.


Opportunity:- It can
refer to an opportunity, the potential that is in a person or to an innovative
thought or plan that has not been implemented.


- Crocodile egg


Preparing a trap:- A
warning! Someone sly is planning to deceive you, or is laying a trap for you
(Ex 34:12).


- Dove’s egg


Awaiting revelations:- A
promise of revelations by the Holy Spirit (John 1:32).


- Rotten egg


Sinful family member:-
Proverb for a family member who has fallen into sin (Judg 2:19). It can also
refer to a bad person1.


- Viper’s eggs


Deceiver:- A warning!
Sly people are plotting to deceive you (Is 59:5, Matt 3:7, Maat 23:33).


EGGFRUIT [bringal]


Secure:-Descriptive of
inner confidence and security (Is 32:18, Ex 35:35).


Wealth:- Associated with
a wealthy person (Gen 13:2, Est 8:15).


Restoration:- Can be a
promise that you will be protected from the wiles and purposes of the world and
carries the promise of emotional [and physical]
restoration (Joel 2:25, Is 57:18).


Provision:- Symbolic of
physical provision and points to personal wealth and authority (Ps 78:20, Ps
65:9).


Authority:- Descriptive
of a position of spiritual authority [called to spiritual
leadership] (Heb 3:1, 1 Pet 1:10).


EIGHT [8]


Righteous:- Can
symbolize a righteous person (2 Pet 2:5).


Circumcision:- Covenant
of circumcision [reminder of God’s saving grace and His new
covenant] (Gen 17:12, Luk 2:21).


New beginning:- It can
represent a new beginning [8 Souls were saved form the
flood] (1 Pet 3:20).


Arise:- A call to arise
from weakness (Act 9:33).


Peace:- Peace (Mic 5:5).


Resurrection:- The
number of resurrection, and of Jesus and the New Testament (Matt 28:1).


New cycle:- Eight is the
number of a new cycle [ancient Greece].


Ancestor worship:- In
African belief it can refer to ancestor worship [the number
which completes the grand total key to creation].


Morning star:- It is
also an ancient symbol representing Venus38, the morning star [satan].


















EIGHTEEN [18]


End of infirmity:-
Promise that a period of infirmity has come to an end (Luk 13:11).


Judgment:- Righteous
judgment of God against sin (1 King 7:15, Luk 13:4, Ex 27:1-2, Num 21:6, 8, 9).
It can also point to shame in a person’s life.


ELASTIC BAND [bands]


Agreement:- It can
represent an agreement, a contract, a marriage covenant, or a reminder of such
an agreement (Ps 105:8, Ps 119:61).


Flexible:- It can also
show that you are flexible and can be stretched by the Lord in order to achieve
His objectives.


Ungodly soul ties:- Can
represent ungodly ties which are keeping you from walking in freedom. Ungodly
soul ties with a person, idea, place or item, that is keeping you from a full
and free relationship with the Lord (Ex 2:23, Neh 5:5).


ELECTRICITY [power]


Healing Spirit:-
The healing presence and power of the Holy Spirit is sometimes experienced as
electricity flowing through the body (1 Cor 4:20).


Witchcraft:- Can
represent the power of darkness, witchcraft, anger and control (Luke 11:34).


- Black electricity cable


Darkened mindset:- Can
point to a person with a darkened mindset, unable to understand how to let the
power of the Holy Spirit flow through them.


- Burned out electrical
power point


Offended:- It can refer
to a person that is offended or angered to the point where they explode1.


- Electricity lines


Channel for the Holy
Spirit:- As electricity
can be associated with the power of the Holy Spirit, an electric outlet or
power lines can show that the Lord wants to use you as a channel for His Holy
Spirit to deliver, heal or prophecy (Luk 1:35, Mark 9:39, Luk 1:17).


- Electrical power point


Source of power:- Point
to the Source of power [Holy Spirit]. If the plug is
plugged into the power point, it can show that you are flowing in the power
gifts [healing, miracles].


- Unplugged electrical
power line


Own power:- If the power
line is unplugged it can be a caution that you are trying to do things out of
own power and is not relying on the Lord to deliver you (2 Cor 4:7).


No power:- Points to the
absence of power and authority in a person’s prayer life1.


ELECTRONICS SHOP


Gifts:- The Lord has
empowered you with gifts to enable you to experience His presence in a unique
and special way (1 Tim 4:14).


ELEPHANT


Great strength:- You
have great physical and mental strength to deal with large issues and that the
Lord can use you to achieve great things in His name (Zech 4:6, Phil 4:13).


Manipulating spirit:- It
represents a great and powerful force, or shows a person who is controlled by a
manipulating spirit which manifests as intimidation, power play, controlling
and forceful behaviour (1 Sam 17:43-45).


- Aggressive elephant


Destructive person:- An
aggressive elephant is a warning against a destructive person that is
attempting to attack [verbally, physically or spiritually]
and destroy you.


- Baby elephant


Destructive potential:-
Someone who manages to keep his manipulative and controlling behaviour under
control, but if it is not dealt with it can develop into destructive behaviour
(Gal 3:5).


- Elephant ears


Discernment:- You are
blessed with the discernment to hear the Lord even above the noise of daily
life (Jer 10:1).


- Elephant eyes


Eastern religion:- The
elephant is a powerful symbol in eastern religions.


Idolatry:- The eyes [vision] can therefore show someone who is deeply involved
in eastern beliefs and/or idolatry (Gal 5:19-21).


New age:- Can also refer
to involvement in New Age religious activities.


- White elephant


Unneeded:- Proverb for
having something that you don’t need, or have any use for (2 King 7:15).


ELEVEN [11]


End:- It can point to
the end of something.


Occultism:- Eleven
symbolizes one of the principal keys of black occultism and when Venus passes
over the sun [an occultation, the limbs of Venus and the
sun appear to cling together - the black drop effect] (Neh 10:33).


Inner conflict:- It is
the number of internal conflict (Phil 1:3), discord, disorder, excess, violence
(Prov 29:22).


Promiscuity:-
Promiscuity (Neh 13:27).


Sin:- Law breaking and
human sin (Judg 16:5).


Disaster:- It can also
point to impending disaster [the symbolic number of the
twin towers, and the September 11 disaster].


Imperfection:- A
naartjie has 11 sections which points to imperfection, disorder,
disorganization and rebelliousness (Is 58:1). Imperfection, (Matt 20:6).


ELEVATOR [lift]


- Ascending elevator


Spiritual promotion:- If
you are ascending or moving up the elevator it shows that the Lord is promoting
you to higher levels of spiritual maturity in the spiritual realm [gifts of the Holy Spirit]. You will move without any
effort from yourself (2 King 2:14, 1 Peter 2:5, Gen 28:12).


- Descending elevator


Spiritual demotion:- Can
be a warning that you are moving to lower spiritual levels [legalism, traditionalism]. It is a caution for you to
spend more time with the Lord to maintain your level of spiritual maturity (1
Sam 13:11).


EMAIL MESSAGE


Direct message from God:-
A direct message from the Lord which you have been waiting for (1 John 1:5) [take careful note of where the email comes from as it will give
you a clue as to what the message means].


EMERALD


Glory of God:-
Symbolic of the Glory of God or the saints18 of God (Rev 4:3, Rev 21:19).


EMERGENCY VEHICLE


Call to prayer:- If it
is an ambulance or police vehicle it can be a warning to enter into a time of
prayer against a negative event which can be expected (Ez 33:4).


Something new:- If it is
a construction emergency vehicle it can be a warning that you may be involved
in an event or enterprise that will create something new (Prov 1:23).


EMPLOYEE


Disciple: - Can
represent someone for whom you have to take responsibility to coach, mentor
and/or disciple (Col 3:23).


- Fellow employee


Task relationship:- A
fellow employee can represent someone with whom you are yoked [work or task relationship] but do not necessarily share
any particular interest with. It can also refer to a person who will assist you
in a ministry (2 Cor 6:14).


EMPLOYER


Authority:- Represents
someone in a position of authority over you. It can show that you are called to
submit to the Lord’s authority (Mal 1:6, Col 4:1, Prov 27:18).


satan:- Can represent satan or an
oppressive person, organization or authority that is causing you harm (Prov
24:8).


ENGINE [machine]


Energy:- This generates
the energy which gets the job done (Ecc 7:29).


Ability:- It can
therefore refer to a particular person’s abilities.


- Powerful engine


Ability to generate energy:-
A big and powerful machine can show someone with the ability to generate enough
energy to develop the business or ministry, whereas a smaller machine can point
to limited resources (Luk 24:49, Acts 10:38).


Spirit of darkness:- Be
careful. It can symbolize the driving force of the spirit of darkness. If the
machine is dark or black the credibility of the source of power or person,
heading or driving the enterprise can be held in doubt (Rom 5:19).


- Spluttering engine


Floundering:- A
spluttering engine can show that the person is floundering and struggling to
cope with what needs to be done.


ENTRANCE [door]


Pivotal season:- Shows
that you are at a pivotal place or season in your life. You can choose to move
into a new dimension. You are at the point where you can enter and access
something new or a new phase in your life.


End of a season:- It
shows a way to leave a current situation. The end of a season or period, or
leaving a specific phase.


New opportunity:- It can
show a new opportunity in business or ministry [the door of
opportunity] (John 10:7, Rev 3:8), or an opportunity for a person’s
creative abilities to come into being.


Jesus the Way:-
Jesus Christ is also referred to as the way, thus a door can be Jesus showing
you the way and calling you to follow Him.


- Narrow entrance


Difficulty:- Shows that
you will experience difficulty in moving into the new position the Lord has for
you (2 Pet 1:11).


- Open entrance in heaven


Divine revelation:- The
Lord is giving you divine revelation of a new move of the Spirit (Joh 1:51).


- Open entrance


Take up opportunity:-
You can freely take up the opportunity offered to you [ministry,
business or career] (Rev 3:8).


- Front entrance


Opportunity revealed:-
You have arrived at the place where a new opportunity or phase in your life [something in the future] will be revealed (Mal 3:10).


ENVELOPE


Message:- An envelope
means that you will receive a message. The message is not known yet (timing not
right) as the envelope is still closed. The colour of the envelope can give you
an indication who the message is from.


- Yellow envelope


Contention:- A dark or
mustard yellow envelope can point to a message filled with anger, contention,
resentment and jealousy.


Love:- A soft-yellow
envelope can point to passion, love, purity and the glory of God.


EPHRAIM ANOINTING


Fruitfulness:- Refers to
fruitfulness, multiplication and the possession of the land.


Prosperous:- It shows
that the person will be blessed with financial prosperity and abundance in the
natural.


Apostolic anointing:- It
can also refer to an apostolic anointing.


Taking possession:- To
take the land [business, ministry, or geographical entity]
as a representative of God in the same way that Joshua [leader
of the tribe of Ephraim] led the Israelites to take possession of the
Promised Land (Josh 1).


ESCALATOR [elevator]


- Ascending escalator


Spiritual promotion:- If
you are ascending or moving up the escalator it shows that the Lord is
promoting you to higher levels of spiritual maturity in the spiritual realm [gifts of the Holy Spirit]. You will move without any
effort from yourself (2 King 2:14, 1 Peter 2:5, Gen 28:12).


- Descending escalator


Spiritual demotion:- Can
be a warning that you are moving to lower spiritual levels [legalism, traditionalism]. It is a caution for you to
spend more time with the Lord to maintain your level of spiritual maturity (1
Sam 13:11).


EVERGREEN


Permanence:- A symbol of
permanence which can show a righteous person who will inherit eternal life (Is
1:1-3, Is 6:13). It can also be a promise of the prosperity of the children of
God (Is 65:22).


EVENING GOWN


Promotion:- A ball-gown
is a special garment that is only worn at special occasions. It can therefore
show that the person will be raised up [promoted] by
the Lord and given a position of honour and dignity (Gen 49:3, Ps 45:13).


EXPLOSION [dynamite]


Sudden event:- It can
represent something powerful or a sudden dramatic event that will occur and
make big and unexpected changes in a person’s life (Act 4:22).


Powerful work:- It can
represent a powerful work of the Holy Spirit in your ministry or business or
event that will occur in your life (Act 4:22, Zech 4:6, Is 48:3, Luke 10:19).


Disruption:- It can be a
warning to be careful as there is the threat of a major disruption or dangerous
situation which you will have to face.


Be cautious:- Be
prepared and cautious (Is 7:4). It can also be a threat to destroy your
business or ministry.


EYES


Nothing to hide:- The
eyes are the windows to the soul and therefore show that the person is
transparent and has nothing to hide (Job 24:15).


Prophetic calling:- It
can also mean a prophetic calling [seer], or someone
who has the ability to see and understand what the Lord is telling him (Is
32:3).


Purity:- It can
represent purity (Hab 1:13) and that the loving eye of God is upon you (Ps
33:18, 1 Pet 3:12, Ps 34:15).


Evil desires:- Eyes can
refer to evil desires, a person who is never satisfied (Prov 27:20, Ecc 1:8, 1
John 2:16), or someone who is offended, or is causing an offense (Mat 5:29).


- Apple of your eye [proverb, probably
not a vision]


Special person:- It
shows that you are a very special person and that you are very special to the
Lord (Song 2:3).


- Blue eyes


Prophetic understanding:-
Prophetic ability to discern what God wants you to see and say in a particular
situation, and then to give direction as to where He wants to move.


Heavenly revelations:-
The heavens are blue and it therefore relates to spiritual [heavenly] revelations. Can be a call to be attentive to a
message from God or a divine revelation.


Good will:- It is a
friendly colour and therefore represents good will and blessings.


Holy Spirit:-
The Holy Spirit (Judg 13:25, Num 4:7).


Deity:- A symbol of
deity (Ex 24:10, Ex 25:3, 4, Ex 26:1, Ex 28:28, 37, Ex 38:18, Ex 39:1-5, 21,
24, 29, 31, Num 4:5-12, Num 15:38-40, 2 Chron 2:7, 14, 2 Chron 3:14, Jer 10:9,
Ez 1:26, Ez 10:1).


- Blinded right eye


Public disgrace:- The
blinding of “the right eye” has attached to it the idea of ignominy, public
disgrace, shame, reproach, dishonour, infamy (Zech 11:17, 1 Sam 11:2).


- Blind eyes


Adherence to the law:-
It can represent a believer who does not understand that Jesus is the Christ [Messiah] and still wants to appease the Lord with works
and religious adherence to the Law (Heb 10:1).


- Bountiful eye


Generosity:- A righteous
and openhearted person, giving generously and sharing freely (Is 33:5).


- Bright right eye


Clear understanding:- It
points to the Divine ability that that God has placed within you, which enables
His bright light to shine onto certain situations. This will enable you to
understand what God means and give you a clear layout and interpretation19 (Rev
3:18, Eph 1:18).


- Closed or blinded eyes


Unable to discern:-
Unable to see the promises of the Word, or choosing not to accept Jesus (1 Joh
2:11). It can also show being unable to discern between good and evil (Is 29:9,
10, or a person who can be bribed [will turn a blind eye].


- Evil eye


Grudge:- Shows that
someone intends to harm you, or is harbouring a grudge against another person
(Is 66:4).


Envy:- Points to being
filled with envy, anger and frustration (Prov 16:30, Prov 20:8, Prov 21:10).


- Eye of needle


Depending on riches:- It
is a warning not to depend on riches to go to heaven but to desire a spirit
filled life and relationship with God (Matt 19:24).


- Eyes with make-up


Idolatry:- It can be a
mean spirited person filled with idolatry and worldly passions (2 King 9:30, Ez
23:40).


- Haughty eyes


Pride:- Shows pride and
looking down on others (Is 5:21, Is 37:23).


- Healing of eyes [restoring sight]


Rhema word revelation:-
The promise of the revelation of the Rhema Word (Is 29:18) but can also reveal
a call to a prophetic office (Is 35:5).


- Lust filled eyes


Selfish desires:- Shows
that the person is easily tempted and filled with adulterous and selfish
desires (Prov 23:33, Ecc 6:9).


- Near-sighted
eyes


Short-sighted believer:-
It can represent someone who is a believer but who does not see and recognize
that a spirit-filled relationship with the Lord is more important than the
things and works of the world (Heb 7:19).


- Seven eyes [on a rock]


Omniscience:- It is a
representation of the seven spirits before the throne of God which points to
the perfection [omniscience] and glory of the Lord
(Zech 3:9, Rev 5:6).


- Twinkling bright eyes


Happy:- Shows that the
person is filled with the Holy Spirit, is happy or is bringing good news (Prov
15:30).


Loved:- Shows that the
person feels loved and secure.


- Winking eye


Freemasonry:- It is
possible that the person may be involved in a secret organization [e.g. Freemasonry] and is not to be trusted (Prov 6:13) as
they would deceive and mislead you in order to achieve their own goals (Luke
11:34).


- Scales falling from eyes


Spiritual understanding:-
A person that whose spiritual eyes are opened and they can see and understand
what the Lord has revealed in the spiritual.


- Eyeglasses


Prophetic revelation:-
To receive a visionary or a prophetic revelation (Deut 29:29).


Better understanding:-
Spectacles are used to see better it can show revelation or better
understanding about something that you have been struggling with (Ex 31:3, John
16:13).


Rely on own insight:- In
a negative sense a person using spectacles can show that he relies on his own
insights and abilities (Ps 49:20).


EYE SALVE [balm,
ointment]


Natural understanding:-
You are given understanding in the natural. You have been purified and tested
and is now anointed with the Holy Spirit.


Revealing of God:-
The Lord will reveal Himself to you in a very special way (Rev 3:18).


Healing of eyes:- It can
also represent the healing of your physical eyes (Rev 3:18).
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FACE


Glory of God:-
It represents God’s glory shining down on His people (Ex 34:35), or shows that
in His compassion He has turned His face towards you and is focusing his
attention on you (Ps 11:7, Luke 7:13).


Character:- It can also
refer to a person’s character.


Judgment:- It shows
God’s dislike for, or judgment upon, sin and iniquity (Lev 20:5).


- Bloodied face


Punishment:- It can
represent the punishment Jesus Christ took on our behalf, or show what our sins
and iniquities are doing to God.


Repentance:- The Lord
wants you to apply the balm of Gilead to his countenance through your
repentance, praise and submission.


Battle fought:- It can
also signify the battered face of an angel after a battle was fought on your
behalf against the evil one (Ps 27:8, 2 Chron 29:6).


FACTORY


Spiritual productivity:-
It can represent a place of business [or a call to a
manufacturing business], or a period of organized spiritual activity and
productivity.


Actively involved:- It
can also show being actively involved in building the Kingdom of God (Ex 5:13,
Num 16:28, Deut 2:7, Deut 15:10, Rom 13:3).


- Black factory


Sinful activities:- A
warning against involvement in sinful activities, or works not acceptable to
the Lord (Jer 1:16, Is 41:29, Gal 2:16, Rom 13:12).


FALCON


Hunter:- The falcon is
known as a good hunter with excellent eyesight.


Visionary:- This can
symbolize a visionary, someone who can see opportunities from afar (Job 28:7).


Evangelist:- Can also be
somebody who is called to an evangelical ministry [hunting
for souls].


FALLING


Not anchored:- A
warning! You are falling away from the faith, or falling behind in your walk
with the Lord. You are not anchored to the Rock [Jesus]
anymore (Prov 25:26, James 1:2).


Uncertainty:- It can
also show that you are facing uncertain or unstable times in your business
and/or career (Job 4:4, 1 Tim 6:17).


FALLOW [ground]


Fertile:- Can symbolize
a fertile place where you can be established and prosper (Jer 4:3, Ez 26:16).


Hard work:- Symbolizes
that which is lowly, empty, and requires hard work to live, eat and stay alive
(Is 29:4, Is 47:1).


Punishment:- Can be
equalled to a place of punishment for the fallen-ness and sin of man (Gen 4:12,
Jer 14:4).


FAMILY


Belonging:- It
symbolizes belonging and acceptance and can represent a cell group,
congregation or workplace.


Accepted:- It shows
being accepted and having a place and function, a place to be fruitful and
comfortable (Eph 3:15, Zech 7:3, Rom 9:4).


FAN [cooling]


Satisfy craving for God:-
Satisfies your craving for God.


Peace and quiet:- Brings
peace and quiet.


Delightful:- It is
delightful and brings healing and comfort (Job 37:17).


Comforter:- Gentle
presence of the Holy Ghost as the comforter (John 14:16).


FAN [winnowing
fork]


Separating the vile:-
Caution! The Lord may be separating the precious from the vile in your life.


Changing the unacceptable:-
Changing that which is not acceptable to that which is wholly acceptable to
Him.


Destruction of the impure:-
He wants you to be pure. It can be a warning that the Lord is separating the
lost from the saved in order to cast out and destroy that which is not
acceptable and pure (Jer 15:7).


Separated:- Sinners [chaff] will be separated from His children and destroyed
(Luke 3:17, Is 41:16, Jer 15:7, Mat 3:12, Is 30:24).


FARM


Place of ministry:- It
is a place where food is produced therefore it can represent the Word of God,
the works of the Holy Spirit, or a place where you minister the Word of God in
or through the Holy Spirit (Heb 6:10, Heb 1:14, 1 Tim 4:6, Eph 6:21).


Workplace:- It is a
place where the harvest is produced and can therefore symbolize the place you
are called to work, establishing a ministry, or build a church, thereby
expanding the Kingdom of God (Gen 8:22, Mat 9:38, Rev 14:15).


FARMER


Worker:- Represents
someone who labours in the field (1 Cor 15:58, Eph 4:28) and can therefore be a
pastor in the church, or a person in the workplace (1 Cor 4:12, 1 Thes 2:10).


Building the Body:-
It can symbolize active involvement in building the Body of Christ, or living
out a calling in the workplace (Joh 4:38, Heb 6:10).


Jesus:- It can also
represent Jesus Christ, the master builder (Mat 9:35).


FARMING


Building the Kingdom:-
This represents the activities people are involved in [at
the workplace, church or ministry] to promote and build the Kingdom of
God.


FAT


The best:- Fat
represents the portion separated for God. The best part. The Lord’s portion
(Gen 4:4).


Wealth:- In this sense
fat can represent wealth and prosperity that is laid out and made available for
a person (Lev 7:1, Ps 37:20, Ex 29:3).


Blessings:- The Lord’s
abundant blessings (Ex 29:13).


FATHER


Love children:- One who
loves his children (Gen 37:4).


Authority:- Someone with
authority who commands and instructs (Prov 1:8, Gen 50:16, Prov 6:20).


Encourager:- One who
guides, encourages, warns and trains, who occupies a position of counsel and
care.


Teacher:- A teacher (Gen
45:8, Judg 17:100, Jer 3:4, 1 Thes 2:11, Hos 11:3).


Rebuker:- One who
rebukes and restrains (Gen 34:30, 1 Sam 3:13, Deut 8:5).


Considerate:- Someone
considerate of burdens or sins that his children is carrying (Mal 3:17).


Familiar:- Someone
considerate, self-restrained, tender and familiar (Luk 11:7, Eph 6:4).


Loyal:- Someone who will
not desert a child (Ps 27:10).


Ancestor:- Ancestor,
immediate or remote (Gen 28:13).


Fatherly:- One who
exhibits fatherly characteristics (Ps 68:5).


Superior:- A revered or
honoured superior, a prophet (2 King 5:13, 2 King 2:12, 2 Pet 3:4).


Provider:- It refers to
someone who provides and nourishes (Is 1:2).


Considerate of needs:-
He who delights in his children and is considerate of their needs and requests
(Prov 3:12, Prov 10:1, Mat 7:10).


Inheritance:- It can
also refer to the love of the Father that is passed on to the children (Deut
7:9).


Spiritual ancestor:- Can
refer to a spiritual ancestor (Rom 4:11). Kinship, affinity (Job 17:4; Eph
1:17).


Father of glory:- Father
of glory (Job 38:28).


God the Creator:-
The Creator, the Source the Inventor or Originator, Author or Beginner of
everything (Jam 1:17, Gen 4:20, Gen 4:20, Gen 4:21; Job 38:28).


Heavenly Father:-
Our Heavenly Father (Ex 4:22, Deut 32:6, 2 Sam 7:14, Ps 89:27, Ps 89:28).


Covenant relationship:-
Covenant relationship (Jer 31:9, Is 63:16, Is 64:8, John 8:41).


- Deceased father


Not listening to God:-
To see your deceased father in a dream or vision can be a caution that you are
acting the same as your forefathers did, meaning you are not listening to God’s
voice (Ez 1:4).


Generational sin:- Can
refer to bloodline sins [generational sin], or
ancestral iniquities, having an effect on your life and that the Lord is
preparing you to deal with it (Deut 7:9, Ex 20:5).


Holding on to the past:-
It is possible that you are holding onto things of the past [bitterness, anger, habits or sin] and that the Lord is
calling you to let go (Ex 20:5).


Angel:- It can be an
angel that comes in the form of someone that you trust [father]
to give you an important message.


FATHER-IN-LAW


Legal relationship:-
This symbolizes a legal relationship with someone in a position of authority
such as an employer, supervisor, elder or pastor (Rom 13:3, 1 Cor 9:5).


Iniquity:- Can refer to
a spiritual ancestor, evil spirit, or iniquity from which you have not yet been
delivered (John 8:44).


Punisher:- Can point to
someone who punishes (Deut 21:18) or chastens (Prov 3:12).


Controlling spirit:- Can
represent an attempt to exert control in a legalistic or religious way (Jam
1:26, Ex 18:17).


Idolatrous title:- In
some denominations it refers to an idolatrous title conferred on priests (Judg
17:10).


FAX MACHINE


Message:- A fax machine
receives a copy of a message.


Direct message:- This
can therefore show that you can expect a message from another ministry [originally intended for another person or audience], but
which will be a direct message to you (Is 62:11, Hag 1:13).


FEATHER


Protected:- It shows
that you are kept safe under the protection and the love of God who is your
refuge (Ps 91:4, 1 Pet 4:8).


- Ruffled feathers


Shaken:- Means that
things [the status quo]
are going to be shaken up and change is coming.


Disrupted:- It can also
mean a person who feels disrupted and/or irritated (Ps 102:26).


- Wet feathers


Disappointed:- Wet
feathers show that the person feels let down or disappointed.


FEET [foot]


Taking authority:- It
shows taking authority in certain areas of your life, career or ministry (Jos
1:3), or that you are stepping out in faith and obedience to follow in Jesus’
footsteps (Job 31:7, 1 Pet 2:21, Eph 6:15).


Outreach:- It can show
that you will go on an outreach [willing to proclaim the
gospel of Jesus].


Guidance:- Take careful
note of the direction [see directions] you are
walking in to get further guidance as to whether you are in the Lord’s will or
not.


Doer of the Word:-
It can also show a doer of the Word and not only a talker (Jam 1:23).


Good news carrier:-
Someone bringing good news (Is 52:7).


- Brass feet


Stability:- A symbol of
God’s stability and permanence which can point to someone durable and precious.


Famous:- A highly famed
and valued person, held in high esteem (Rev 1:15).


Judgment:- It can also
represent God’s judgment against sin.


- Bare feet


Obedience:- Faithful
obedience to the Lord (Is 20:2).


Submissive:- It can show
being relaxed and submissive in God’s presence [on Holy
Ground].


Grieving:- It can
represent mourning, distress or humiliation, or a person who is deeply wounded
and grieving (2 Sam 15:30, Is 20:2).


Not equipped:- Can also
show that you are not being sufficiently equipped for a task (Eph 6:15).
Without salvation or the necessary protection.


Without understanding:-
A person that is inadequately prepared and does not understand what is required
to complete the task1.


Unwilling to evangelise:-
Unwillingness to spread the Gospel of Peace (Ex 3:5, Josh 5:15).


Mourning:- Represents a
person in mourning (2 Sam 15:3).


- Diseased feet


Worship:- Shows a person
who is easily offended, or filled with bitterness (2 Chron 16:12). Such a
person could probably be suffering from gout or arthritis.


- Fall before someone’s
feet


Humility:- A gesture of
submission and humility.


Seeking forgiveness:-
Seeking forgiveness from another (Eph 1:7, Act 13:38).


- Kissing feet


Submission:- One person
in full submission to another.


Seeking forgiveness:-
Seeking forgiveness, acceptance and love from Jesus. Someone in authority, or
someone to look up to (Luk 7:45).


- Lame feet


Powerless:- Shows being
left powerless [or disabled] to do the work you are
called for on account of unbelief, doubt, circumstances, sin, or by mistake (2
Sam 9:13).


- Left foot


Ways of the world:- Can
be a warning that you are walking in the ways of the world, or that there is a
weak spot in your spiritual walk (Eph 4:22).


- Muddy feet


Unclean place:- Can show
that you are going to unclean places [such as temples of
false religions and strip joints], or are involved with people or
activities that will cause you to stumble (Jer 38:6).


- Put under feet


Subdue:- To subdue
something or someone to your authority.


Conquer:- To conquer
something or someone (Mal 4:3, Ps 47:3).


Dominating:- In the
negative it shows trampling on, or dominating another person (Mat 7:6).


- Right foot


Walking in the Spirit:-
Shows that you are walking in the way of the Spirit (John 14:4).


- Sitting at a person’s
feet


Discipled:- It points to
someone that is being prepared to be coached and mentored [discipled]
by a spiritual father or mother (Mar 8:38).


- Washing guest’s feet


Serving heart:- It
represents a humble person with a serving heart who is prepared to do the most
menial tasks (John 13:5).


- Washing feet in blood


Bitterness:- Attitude of
one person towards the other whose feet are being washed is bitter and full of
revenge (Gen 34:20-31).


FENCE [wall,
barrier]


God’s protection:- This
can show that you have a fence [wall] of protection
around you and that you will not be overwhelmed. God our wall of protection (Is
26:1, Is 60:18). Trust in the Lord and in His protection (Jer 15:20, Job
38:20). It can symbolize the Church as a protection to the nations (Song
8:9-10). God’s ordinances as a protection to the Church (Song 2:9; Is 5:5).


Boundary:- It can also
show that you have reached the boundary [limit] of
the expansion of your ministry or business. If you continue with an export
drive you will not succeed (Jer 5:22, Job 26:10).


Place of safety:- Place
of protection and safety (Nahum 2:5, Zech 2:5). The New Jerusalem (Rev 21:12;
Rev 21:14, 17-21).


Salvation:- Salvation
(Is 26:1, Is 60:18).


Self-defence:- Someone
building a fence of defence around themselves, meaning they are hiding their
true self.


Separation:- Designed as
separation or partition between the children of God and the unsaved (Ez 43:8,
Eph 2:14).


Self-protection:- It can
be a symbol of own or self-protection, or refer to trusting things or people
more than trusting the Lord (Deut 28:52, Is 22:11). The rich man’s wealth which
he sees as protection in his conceit (Prov 18:11).


False doctrines:- False
or evil doctrines built around people by the church or ministry, to control or
manipulate them (Ezr 4:12, Job 24:11).


Obstacle:- Obstacle or
limitation. Can also be seen as an obstacle which prevents you from doing that
which the Lord has called you to do.


- Breach in fence


Exposed:- To expose that
which is hidden (1 Cor 14:25).


Spiritual insight:- The
Holy Spirit giving insight into a problem which could have caused you harm (Ex
31:3).


Weakness:- An opening or
weak place in your protection and defence that can be used by the enemy to
attack you (Ez 26:20, Is 30:13).


- Fenced garden


Unfruitful:- Can
represent a woman who cannot bear children (Song 4:12).


- No fence


No protection:- To be
open to attacks from the enemy, not prepared for the challenges facing us in
the world on a daily basis (Deut 28:52, Neh 1:3, Neh 2:12-17).


- Whitewashed fence


Hiding deceit:- Even
though it looks pure, it hides evil, deceit and sin (Acts 23:3, Ez 13:10).


Hypocrisy:- Hypocrisy [you are like a white washed wall] (Mat 23:17).


- Untempered fence


False prophet:- The
teaching of false prophets (Ez 13:10-15).


- Red fence


Religious spirit:- Can
point to a religious spirit, or the outward religious appearance being more
important than a relationship with God (Jam 1:26).


FERN


Flourishing:- Shows
growing and flourishing in the shadow of God’s covering near streams [Holy Spirit] of provision (Ps 17:18).


At the right place:- A
person who is at the right place and is being fed and provided for by the Holy
Spirit.


FIELD [heather]


In the Lord’s
service:- Description of someone in the Lord’s service [or the work of the Lord in you] (1 Cor 2:9).


Place of work:- Can
refer to the place of work, or ministry (Luk 12:28, Luk 2:8). The place where
the Lord has provided for you.


Correct ministry:- A
person in a field can show that you are in the correct ministry, workplace or
business (Mat 27:10, Mat 24:18, Mat 22:5, Mat 13:44).


FIFTEEN [15]


Responsibility:- It can
represent a call to responsibility. To take responsibility for someone or
something [witnessing to the nations] (Gal 1:18).


FIGHTER PLANE [airplane]


Spiritual warfare ministry:-
If you are flying the fighter jet, you will lead a Holy Spirit driven spiritual
warfare ministry (Is 13:5).


Enter into spiritual warfare:-
If you only see one, it can mean that you must enter into spiritual warfare
before you can receive spiritual revelations from the Lord (Rom 16:25).


Prepare:- Be prepared
for the battle, the Lord wants to use you mightily as a prayer warrior.


FIG


Fruit:- Can symbolize
the fruit of a person’s labour.


Reward:- The rewards of
serving your employer or client well (Prov 27:19), or the reward for worshiping
the Lord (Gen 3:7, Matt 21:19-21).


Expecting answer:- It
can also mean that you can expect answers to prayer or hard work (Hag 2:19).


- Bad figs


No acceptable:-
Represents a person that is not acceptable to the Lord.


Rotten works:- It is a
caution that the works and the heart of the person is rotten and that the Lord
will cause him to fall into the hands of the enemy if he does not repent and
return to the Lord (Jer 24:8- 10).


- Cake of figs


Strengthening power:-
The strengthening power of the Holy Spirit (1 Sam 30:12).


Wounds healed:- Healing
of wounds or physical illnesses (Is 38:21).


Healing:- Guidance from
the Lord which will lead you into His healing presence.


Imminent recovery:- It
is also a sign of imminent recovery by the power of the Holy Spirit according
to the Lord’s promise (2 King 20:7, Mar 7:33, Joh 9:6).


- Good fig


Provision:- Symbol of
God’s provision and abundance.


Discernment:- A person
who has the discernment to recognize God’s Voice and understands His message.


Searching God’s
presence:- Someone who loves God with his whole heart and is always
searching for His presence (Jer 24:5-7).


- Fig leaves


Guilty:- Shows that you
are feeling guilty, or self-conscious, because of sin (Gen 3:7).


FIG TREE


Companionship:- As you
can rest in its shadows and eat from its fruit it signifies companionship and
friendship (1 Kings 4:25, Zech 3:10).


Sweetness:- It can also
represent sweetness [its fruit], rulership and
righteousness (Judg 9:10).


Blessings:- A symbol of the
Lord’s blessings (Hagg 2:19, Deut 8:8).


- Sit under fig tree


Safe and secure:- Shows
feeling safe, secure and at ease (Joh 1:48-50).


In God’s
shadow:- Sitting in the shadow of God’s provision, or His Grace (Ps
36:7).


Place of prayer:- It
also symbolizes a place of prayer.


Fellowship:- The Lord is
calling you into fellowship with Him.


- Fig tree without fruit


No reward:- The person
is not to receive the rewards or blessing they were expecting.


No fruit of the Spirit:-
It can also show a person who acts like a child of God, but does not bear any
of the fruit of the Spirit (Mark 11:13).


















FILLING STATION [petrol,
fuel, gas station]


Spiritual nourishment:-
As a car represents you [as a person] your business,
or ministry [that needs gas or petrol when running low]
the gas station represents the place where you can receive spiritual
nourishment, or refreshment.


Place of refreshment:-
If you are feeling tired, or under pressure, this can be a promise that the
Lord has already provided a place where you can be refreshed [it is in sight] (Eph 5:18).


Re-invigorating:- Need
for rest, refilling by the Holy Spirit, setting time apart for prayer (Eph
5:18).


FINGERS


Work of God:-
A finger can point to the work of God (Ex 8:9, Deut 9:10, Ex 31:18) and the
finger of God signifies the presence of God [Kingdom of God]
(Luk 11:20).


Strength:- It can
meanthat someone, in their weakness, is actually stronger than another in his
strength (2 Chron 10:10).


Unbelief:- Can show a
person who does not believe easily, or wants evidence before they are convinced
about something (John 20:25, 27).


Assistance:- Fingers can
also be a call to assist others in physical activities.


- Index finger [pointing]


Shown the way:- To be
shown the correct way or to provide direction for your life. The left index
finger could point to direction in the natural while the right index finger can
point to spiritual guidance or direction.


Discernment:- To be
given wisdom and discernment as to the will of God [can be
a prophetic message, or word of wisdom] (Prov 3:6, Ecc 10:10, 1 Chron
22:12).


Accusation:- It shows
that you are being criticized, accused or blamed of something (Is 58:9). It can
also point to anger or judgment.


- Injured finger


Offended:- Points to a
person who is offended and has lost the anointing under shich he functions1.


- Ring finger


Covenant:- This
symbolizes a covenant relationship or the promise of a wedding.


Full-time ministry:-
Because of the binding nature of a covenant it can show that you are ‘married’
to God and is called for full-time ministry (Is 61:8).


- Middle finger


Offense:- It normally
indicates an offense or insult [words of judgment and
condemnation] and would therefore show witchcraft or occult practices,
coming against you (1 Sam 15:23).


- Small finger [pinkie]


Insignificance:- Shows
someone who feels insignificant and that they are worth less than other people
(1 Cor 6:2).


- Thumb


Positive reply:- A
thumbs-up can mean that you are good at handling difficult issues or that you
can expect a positive reply (Mat 5:16).


Control:- It can be a
caution that someone is trying to control you (Col 2:8).


FINGERNAIL


Purification:- It is a
symbol of purification and separation from unbelievers (Deut 21:12).


- Unkempt nails


Disturbed:- Unkempt [long] nails can point to uncleanness or mental disturbance
(Dan 4:33).


FIRE


Purification:- It
normally points to God’s purification.


Dividing:- Dividing the
chaff from the wheat (1 Cor 3:15, 1 Pet 1:7).


Testing:- It can also
indicate that the Lord is testing certain issues in your life (1 Cor 3:13).


Burning passion:- It can
point to a burning passion and enthusiasm for the Lord (John 2:17, Jer 20:9).


Presence of the Holy
Spirit:- The presence of
the Holy Spirit is like fire (Heb 12:29).


Power of God:-
The power of God (Jer 23:29, Joel 2:3, Acts 2:3, Luke 24:32).


Destruction of evil one:-
It shows that the Lord will destroy the works of the evil one and also points
to His judgment against idolatry and sin (Jer 43:13).


Spiritual attack:-
Warning! A fire coming against you can point to a spiritual attack.


Spiritual warfare:- You
may have to enter into a period of spiritual warfare to resist the evil one.


- Camp fire


Safe place:- It can show
that you are in a warm and safe place where Christ will be your source of light
and revelation (Rev 20:9).


- Destructive fire


Warning against transgression:-
It can be a warning that the Lord will destroy your works if you break His
covenant or transgress the Law (Jer 17:24).


- Kindling a fire


Trusting own resources:-
Can refer to a wicked person who, in times of darkness and calamity, would
trust in his own resources instead of trusting in God.


Self-effort:- Someone
who tries to kindle his own light to walk by, but this will not bring comfort
as he will ultimately lie down in sorrow. Plans formed to affect his own
salvation, dependence on own good works will not be successful.


Human philosophy:- The
schemes of human philosophy, false religion, paganism, infidelity, deism, and
self-righteousness.


Renouncing God:-
To cast off God, to renounce his revelations, and to resist his Spirit.


People driven:- A person
whose confidence is in the light given by other people20 (Is 50:11, Prov
16:25).


- Setting self alight


False spirit:- It shows
trying to falsely copy the fire and presence of the Holy Spirit.


False teachings:- Beware
of such a person as they represent false teachings and will prophesy from the flesh
and not from the Spirit.


Self-mutilation:- It can
be a caution of involvement in self-mutilation.


- Walking on fire [coals]


Eastern religions:- This
is an eastern religious practice where you sacrifice your own will to the power
of the mind, new age religion or demonic spirits to conquer major obstacles
(Jer 32:35, Ez 16:21).


- Fire, brimstone, hail
raining down


God’s destruction:-
Represents something or someone being burnt, something barren or a sign of
God’s destruction of that which is sinful (Luk 17:29, Gen 19:24, Luk 17:29).


FIREPLACE [taberah]


Place of purification:-
It can show a place of purification or testing and that you must prepare for a
trial (Mat 3:12, Num 11:3; Deut 9:22).


Holy Spirit
presence:- It can also symbolize the place where the Holy Spirit is
present [in your “heart”] (Act 2:4, Hos 7:6).


- Unlit fireplace


Own power:- This can
show works that are done in own power without the leading and power of the Holy
Spirit. (Prov 26:20).


FIRE EXTINGUISHER


Attack of evil one:- It
can point to an attack of the evil one which is warded off through spiritual
warfare (Heb 11:34).


Quenching the Holy
Spirit:- It can show
someone who has not embraced the Holy Spirit and welcomed Him within, or who
has quenched the Holy Spirit through ignorance [or a
religious spirit] (Eph 4:30).


FISH


Provision:- Symbolizes
physical, financial or spiritual provision (Gen 9:2, 3; Matt 17:27).


Character cleansed:- It
can represent a person’s character, being cleansed and made acceptable (Lev
11:9-12, Deut 14:9, 10).


Ready to be saved:- It
can represent a soul or someone ready for salvation (Hab 1:14, Luke 11:11, John
21:11, Matt 4:19, John 21:6).


No wise leader:- Being
without someone wise to lead and guide you (Hab 1:14).


Spirit of man:- It can
also symbolize the spirit of man, or a gullible person, easily caught in the
enemy’s snare (Ecc 9:12).


- Big fish


Big deal:- It is a
promise that you will be able to lead a prominent person to Jesus, or that you
will land a big deal, or client, for your business (2 Sam 23:10, Deut 28:11).


- Big catch of fish


Great success:- Great
successes [number of people won for the Lord] in an
evangelical outreach, or marketing drive [clients signed]
in your business (Deut 28:11, John 21:6).


- Blue fish


Divine revelation:- It
can be a message from God, or a divine revelation, about people who are ready
to receive the message of Christ (Job 12:8, Jer 16:16).


Idolatry:- It can be a
warning of someone who will not easily turn to Jesus because of their
involvement in idolatry (1 Cor 8:7).


- Blue marlin


Popular:- A person who
is greatly sought after or popular (1 Sam 13:14).


Influential:- Somebody
who is bold, impressive, influential, and has charismatic appeal. Who is not
afraid of new challenges, or to tackle the job of winning new clients, or souls
for the Kingdom (Luk 4:18).


Expansion:- It can also
show expansion of your ministry or business for example with a new range of
products, or to another geographic area (2 Cor 3:6).


- Dolphin


Friendliness:- It
symbolizes friendliness, protection and helpfulness, and shows someone who
prefers to be part of a group, will be hard working, accommodating, and try to
promote group harmony and unity (Ps 133:1, Eph 4:3, 13).


New age influences:- As
one of the symbols of the New Age religion it often is a warning about a
person’s involvement in New Age practices, or their being influenced by its
teachings (Jer 9:4, Mat 7:15).


- Fish scales


Acceptable words:-
Acceptable words [clean food fit for eating] (Lev
11:9).


Armour:- Can show someone
clothed in a coat of armour (1 Sam 17:38).


Natural man:- Outward,
natural man.


Pride:- It can point to
pride (Job 41:15).


Lost soul:- A lost soul.
A person who has been destroyed by a worldly lifestyle (Is 50:2).


- Red fish


Child of God:-
It can represent a child of God, being redeemed and forgiven (Is 1:15), who can
therefore freely submit to the Lord.


Passive person:- Can
represent a passive [even lazy] person who lives in
a fantasy world and has lost track of reality (Prov 24:30).


- Sea-horse


Passive:- Shows a
passive, shy and withdrawn person who will shy away from new challenges and
even move to another or unknown environment (Ps 33:17, Ps 4:8).


Safe and secure:-
Someone who prefers to be involved in something safe, secure and conservative
(Prov 22:13, 1 Thes 5:3).


- Shark


Aggressive person:- It
can signify a very aggressive person, but one who keeps this under the surface
(Jer 38:3). Such a person will attack unexpectedly without any regard for your
feelings, hurting you severely (Gen 4:23, Rev 9:10).


- Star-fish


Worldly activities:- A
person who calls himself a child of God but who is still involved in sinful and
worldly activities [wallowing in the mud, scavenging on the
remains of the dead] (2 Pet 2:22).


- Whale


Great move of God:-
It can symbolize a great move of God to bring many new members to His Church
(Luk 1:16, Act 4:4).


Great influence:- Can
show a person of great influence [or one who has the
potential to exert great influence, whether it is in business or organized
church] (Prov 30:31).


Absorbed:- The same way
a whale would swallow a large number of fish, this can show that one church
will absorb a large number of smaller churches and ministries [or a large business taking over many smaller businesses]
(Hos 8:7, Mat 23:24).


Large un-dealt problem:-
It can show a large problem which is kept hidden [un-dealt
with] but which is causing sadness and loneliness (Jon 1:17).


Self-destruction:- A
warning that the person may self-destruct [like a whale
beaching itself] due to feelings of hopelessness and unhappiness [like depression] (Num 16:34).


- Black whale


Dissatisfaction:- This
may show unhappiness, dissatisfaction over financial affairs, relationships,
etc. which is kept hidden (Joel 2:2, Dan 2:22).


- White whale


Great victory:- A great
victory in winning souls for the Kingdom of God, or in a business transaction
(1 Chron 29:11).


FISHING


Outreach:- To go out to
find new clients, or to win souls for the Kingdom [evangelization
outreaches] (Mar 1:17).


- Fishing from bank of
river


Led by the Holy
Spirit:- To be taught
and led by the Holy Spirit in a personal ministry (Ps 65:9, Ps 1:3).


- Fishing inside tall
building


Ministry at the workplace:-
Points to a ministry to others in your home church, or place of work.


New products:- In a
business sense you have the opportunity to offer new products to existing
clients (Joh 21:9).


FISHING NET


Evangelistic tool:- An
evangelistic tool, or the power to catch, or save, men (Mat 4:18-21, Mat 13:47,
Luk 5:4, John 21:6-11).


Fortified stronghold:-
It can represent the Lord’s protection, a fortified stronghold (Job 19:6).


Fulfilment:- Drawing to
you the fulfilment and satisfaction which you seek (Mark 1:16-18).


Entrapment:- Caution
that someone or something wants to trap you [or is trapping],
or place you in bondage, or in a negative stronghold (Ps 35:7, 8, Is 51:10, Ps
10:9, Ps 140:5).


Flattery:- Can point to
flattery or seduction (Ecc 7:26, Prov 29:5).


Self-harm:- A person who
is involved in something [such as to plan something against
someone else] by which they will cause themselves harm (Job 18:8, Ps
9:15).


FISHING ROD [with
line and tackle]


Evangelistic tool:- To
be fully equipped with an evangelistic tool, or power, to catch or save men
(Mat 4:18-21, Mat 13:47, Luk 5:4, John 21:6-11).


- Bending
fishing rod


Ready:- It shows that
the person you are ministering to is ready to receive the Lord (Joh 21:10, Jer
16:16).


FISH TANK


Captive audience:- It
can symbolize a ministry to a captive audience such as a cell group, youth
group, or men’s or women’s group.


Captive market:- It can
also show that the product you are selling is high in demand amongst a captive
market, or group of people (Luk 7:11).


FIVE [5]


Grace:- Grace of God
(Eph 4:7).


Responsibility:-
Symbolic of an empire, responsibility, to serve (Dan 2:1, Gen 1:21-23).


Fruitful:- Fertility,
fruitfulness and multiplication [the 5 loaves] (Mat
14:17, 1 Cor 14:19).


Heart:- It can also
represent the heart [person’s attitude, spirit and thinking].


Incomplete:-
Incompleteness [half of 10] (Mat 25:2, Mat 7:28, Mat
11:1, Mat 13:53, Mat 19:1, Mat 26:1).


Smallness:- Suggests
smallness (Lev 26:8).


Egypt:- Refers to Egypt
or Egyptian matters (Gen 41:34, Gen 45:22, Gen 47:2, Is 19:18).


Fruitless:-
Fruitlessness, barrenness (Luke 13:7).


Religious spirit:-
Punishments, legal requirements, religious spirit, disobedience to God (Ex
22:1, Lev 5:16, Lev 22:14, Lev 27:15, Num 5:7, Num 18:16).


Worldly marriage:- Can
also represent worldly marriage [“nuptial number” governing
sacred marriages between the “principals of heaven and mother earth”].


Hermeticism:- In can
show someone who wants to withdraw from people [hermeticism
signified by a five pointed star and five petalled flowers in the centre of a
cross].


FLAG


Positive expectation:-
Descriptive of someone that expects something positive (Heb 10:1).


Identity:- It can point
to the identity of a person [that he can identify with].
The colours of the flag can point to the aspect of the person’s identity God is
giving you.


Worship:- It can be
symbolic of worship by waving the flag in honour of God. The different colours
of the flag can represent different aspects of worship(Rev 15:4, Heb 1:6).


Event:- It can refer to
a specific event that will take place.


Victory:- It can also
point to the celebration of a victory [in the spiritual or
the natural]. During wars armies raise their country flags on the
landmass that they have conquered as a symbol of victory. The flag can therefore
point to victory over a stronghold or aspect that you are struggling with (1
Cor 15:57).


FLAME


Presence of God:-
This can represent the Presence [witness] of God (Ex
3:2).


Spirit of prophecy:- It
can be the spirit of prophecy (1 Sam 3:3), meaning that you have to take note
of a message the Lord will be sending you.


Sin driven out:- Driving
out sin by the light of the Lord (Zeph 1:12).


- Flame in lamp


Spirit’s presence:- God
is the Light of this world and a flame can symbolize the presence of the Spirit
of God and His influence on believers (Ps 20:27, Matt 5:17).


Prophecy:- Prophecy (1
Sam 3:3).


Sin driven out:- Driving
out sin by the light of the Lord (Zeph 1:12).


Word of God:-
The Word of God can be represented by a candlestick, a light shining in a dark
place (1 Cor 4:5, Ex 25:31).


Rhema word:-
Illumination [Rhema Word] of the Word by the Holy
Spirit (Heb 9:2).


False light:- Flames can
reveal false light [spirit of man].


Rituals:- As it is used
in demonic and satanic rituals it can reveal a demonic stronghold which has to
be broken (Acts 16:18).


FLASHLIGHT [torch]


Missionary:- It can
indicate that the person [missionary] will bring the
Word of God [light] to where people do not know the
Lord [darkness] (2 Sam 22:29, Job 29:3, Ps 119:105).


Limited Word
knowledge:- It can also show limited knowledge of God or the Word of God
(Prov 6:23).


- Flashlight shining on
something or someone


Take note of :-
Carefully take note of that upon which the light is shining as it would point
to whatever it is that God wants you to give attention to [focus
on] (Luk 11:36).


FLAX


Weakness of man:- Can
represent the weakness of man21 (Mat 12:20).


Stripped of holiness:-
Stripped of holiness and the glory of God (Hos 2:9).


FLEA


Difficult to find:- It
can be something that is very difficult to find (1 Sam 26:20).


Bothering:- Someone or
something which irritates and bothers you (1 Sam 24:14).


Nuisance:- A person who
can prove to be a nuisance.


FLIES


Plague:- Symbolizes a
curse or plague or the presence of an evil spirit (Ps 105:31, Ex 8:24).


Demonic presence:- It
represents a demonic or evil presence.


satan:- It can show the presence of
satan as beelzebub – lord of the flies (Matt 10:25, Luke 11:19).


Irritating thoughts:- It
can also represent irritating and confusing thoughts, or people trying to
confuse you and to steal your peace.


FLOATING [in
the air]


Entering the spiritual realm:-
To enter the spiritual realm through the Holy Spirit (2 Sam 22:11, Rev 4:1).


New age meditation:- A
warning! Possible involvement in New Age meditation techniques which allows
access into the spiritual realm.


FLOCK


God’s people:- God’s
people22 gathered together.


Congregation:- A church,
or a congregation, meeting to praise the Lord (Is 40:11).


FLOOD


Devastating power:-
Warning about a dangerous and devastating power coming against you that has the
potential to destroy you (Job 22:16, Is 28:2).


Overwhelmed:- It can
point to an overwhelming force that is coming. It can be a powerful outpouring
of the Holy Spirit or it can point to a destructive force.


Enemy attacking:- An
enemy attacking, or coming against you (Is 59:19, Dan 9:26). If the flood passes
you by it can point to deliverance by the Lord (Ps 23).


Surprised:- To be taken
by surprise (Mat 24:39).


Judgment:- The Lord’s
judgment against a sinful world (2 Pet 2:5).


- Overflowing flood


Conquering:- A force
that is coming with strength and numbers with the purpose to conquer and
destroy (Nah 1:8).


FLOOR


State of your life:-
Shows the way a person lives his life. The clue lies in the condition of the
floor. A clean, shiny, or golden, floor can show that the person’s spiritual
life is acceptable to the Lord (1 King 6:30).


- Wooden floor


Works judged:- Can be
seen as a place where a person’s works will be weighed and judged (1 King 7:7,
Mat 3:12, Jer 51:33).


- Dirty or smelly floor


Unclean life:- Can show
someone living an unclean life which involves sin and worldly activities (Eph
5:5).


FLOUR


Offering:- A pure
offering to the Lord (Lev 2:1. Num 29:14).


Logos Word:-
It can also be the Logos Word of God which gives you strength and encourages
(John 17:24).


FLOWER


Spiritual growth:- It
can show that someone will grow spiritually, and just like a flower which
opens, will be a living example of a Christ-like life (Ps 27:4, Ps 29:2).


Garment of praise:- It
can represent a garment of praise, or praise and worship dedicated to the Lord
(Ex 28:40, 1 Chron 16:29).


Acceptable:- It points
to acceptability, a person that is a sweet fragrance unto the Lord, or that He
loves you very much (Ps 45:11, Is 40:6).


Romance:- Flowers are a
symbol of romance and can show that the person has romantic feelings, is in
love, or feels loved (Song 2:1, Song 2:12).


Vulnerable:- It can
symbolize a vulnerable person who flourishes in ideal circumstances, but
withers in difficult conditions (Job 14:2, Jam 1:11).


- To receive a bouquet


Reward:- A promise that
you will receive the reward due to you [honour and praise]
(Mat 6:6).


- Fading flower


Pride:- A warning that
pride is unacceptable to the Lord and that He will remove his blessings if you
continue your vain life (Is 28:1).


- Flowers in bloom


Celebration:- A
celebration of praise and worship to the Lord, or the glory of God reflecting
from His people (Rev 4).


- Lily


Gift of provision:-
Speaks of the free gift, or provision of the Lord, a promise that He will
provide for you (Luk 12;27, Mat 6:28).


Jesus:- Jesus Christ is
referred to as the Lily of the Valley and it can thus represent the presence [fragrance] of the Lord (Song 2:1).


Elegant:- This can show
a pure and clean person who is vigorous, elegant and gorgeous in character and
personality (Mat 6:28, Luk 12:27).


Repentant sinner:- The
beauty of a repentant sinner can also be likened to a lily (Hos 14:5, Song 7:2)
and it can refer to words of praise [sweet words]
towards a beloved or loved one (Song 5:13).


Conclusion:- In some
cultures the lily is placed on coffins at funerals which can signify the end [conclusion] of a matter or the physical or spiritual death
of a person (2 King 4:40).


- Lotus lily


Purity:- It can
represent preciousness, beauty and purity (Song 2:1, 2, 16; Song 4:5, Song
5:13, Song 6:2, 3, Song 7:2).


Preciousness:- Shows the
preciousness of Christ to the Church.


God’s view of His
children:- Its beauty and fragrance is a reflection of how God views his
children.


Eastern mysticism:- It
can be a caution of the presence of eastern mysticism [especialy
Indian/Hindu religions].


- Red flower


Thanksgiving:- It can
represent a passionate and dynamic person’s attitude of thanksgiving and praise
(Rev 12:3, Matt 16:3, Is 63:2).


Ideas:- It can also be
an idea, or a person with ideas (2 Sam 1:24, Prov 31:21, Lam 4:5).


Atonement:- The
atonement for sin, or the worship, thanksgiving and praise to Jesus for
forgiving us our sins (Is 63:1-3, Heb 9:19-23).


- Rosy red flower


Worship:- Rosy red is a
romantic colour, representing love and adoration.


Worship:- It can
therefore show worshipping God out of love and adoration, thereby opening up
your deepest emotions unto the Lord (Song 1:3, Song 2:2).


- Yellow flower


God’s presence:- Like a
golden [bright yellow] cloud (Num 12:10, Lev 13:30),
yellow can represent the presence of God.


Praise:- A yellow flower
can therefore symbolize praise to the Lord for His presence.


Fragrance:- It can also
represent the sweet fragrance of the anointing of the Holy Spirit (Ez 16:8).


- Rose


Jesus:- Symbolizes Jesus
as the Rose of Sharon (Song 2:1) representing the new Covenant where He was
trampled for our sins.


Sins forgiven:- It can
therefore show that Jesus loved you so much that He died for the forgiveness of
your sins.


Romance:- Roses are
normally a romantic gift and can be associated with feelings of romance and
love (Song 7:12, Song 2:12).


- Tulips


Holland:- This is a
beautiful flower in a variety of colours and is closely associated with the
flowering fields of Holland.


Celebration:- It can
represent a time of celebration and joy and can hold the promise of an outreach
to Europe.


God’s love:- It can also
show God’s love and glory shining over the people of Japheth [Europeans].


FLUTE


Joy:- A flute can
symbolize happiness and joy (Job 21:12, Is 30:29) which can therefore signify
an enthusiastic, joyful and content person.


Suited to God’s
plan:- Shows a unique person perfectly made to suit God’s plan for your
life (1 Cor 14:17).


FLY [insect]


Curse:- Symbolizes a
curse, or plague, or the presence of an evil or demonic spirit (Ps 105:31, Ex
8:24).


satan:- It can show the presence of
satan as beelzebub – lord of the flies (Matt 10:25, Luke 11:19).


Irritating thoughts:- As
an insect normally refers thoughts, a fly can point to dirty, irritating or
confusing thoughts, or people who try to confuse you and to steal your peace.


- Blow fly


Evil spirit:- Evil
spirit.


Sin:- Evidence of sin in
a person’s life23 (Ps 105:31, Ex 8:24).


FLY [to
fly]


Moved by the Spirit:-
Shows that you are being moved and led by the Holy Spirit.


Freedom:- You have the
freedom to flow freely and dynamically in the Holy Spirit (Deut 32:11) and can
take up your authority.


Trusting God:-
Resting [fully trusting] in the Lord (2 Sam 22:11,
Ps 55:6), or to enter the spiritual realm through the Holy Spirit (Hab 1:8).


Insufficient prayer:- If
you are soaring in the air and feel anxious, or threatened, it can reflect
insufficient prayer and intercession for the spiritual ministry, or business,
you are involved in (Job 39:19).


Obstacles:- If you are
flying near hazardous objects it is a warning to be careful with whatever you
are involved in, or working with, and that you have to hear from God as to
where the obstacles lie.


FLYING


Flowing in the Gifts:-
A person flowing in the gifts of the Spirit (Jer 48:40), or the promise of
moving to higher places [spiritually], or into
another dimension (Acts 8:39).


FLYING SAUCER [spacecraft,
UFO]


Supernatural:- This is
something new or out of the ordinary from the supernatural realm and can
therefore point to a miracle and/or supernatural event that can be expected
(Heb 2:4).


Call for fasting and prayer:-
In some cases it can be a call for fasting and prayer in order for miracles to
happen (Mark 9:29, Is 58).


Powers of darkness:- The
ominous presence of a spacecraft can signify the powers of darkness which are
functioning in, or from the second heaven.


Divination:- Reflection
of involvement in show divination and/or astrology [sun,
moon and stars] and involvement in the occult (2 King 17:17).


- Green spacecraft


Financial miracle:-
Green is normally associated with fruitfulness and financial reward, therefore
this can point to a financial miracle or supernatural and abundant provision (2
King 4:2-7).


- Dark spacecraft


Controlling spirit:- A
dark or black spacecraft, or one absorbed in darkness can point to a
manipulative spirit exerting control over others.


Religious spirit:- It
can also point to religious fleshliness that is not of God, or to the presence
of the spirit of darkness (Eph 6:12, Luke 4:14-19).


FOAL [horse
foal]


Preparation for spiritual
warfare:- Being called, or prepared for, a spiritual warfare ministry.


Leadership potential:- A
person with great leadership potential, but it will be some time before he is
established in such a position (Zech 12:4, Jer 5:8).


FOETUS


Prophetic revelation:-
It can represent the prophetic revelation God has given an individual, or
corporate group, the stewardship of which he has to take up.


Birthing time:- It is
birthing time. It can be a new ministry, work, or business, which has been
prepared for you, or a new move or manifestation of the Holy Spirit in your
congregation (Luk 1:14, 1 Peter 3:5).


Release revelation:- You
need to begin to release the revelation you have received into the spheres of
authority you walk in.


Steward:- God wants you
to be a steward over what was revealed to you so that He can use you to a
greater degree.


Prepare for new season:-
You have to birth the revelation to have an empty womb and be prepared for a
new season.


Immature:- In a literal
sense it can signify a new or young Christian, or spiritual immaturity (John
3:3-8).


- Dead foetus


Failure:- The ideas that
you are developing, or the initiative, ministry or business you are embarking
upon, are of your own conception and will not succeed [it
is still-born].


Guidelines:- You are
reminded to follow the guidelines or ideas given to you by the Lord (Luk 12:34,
Rom 8:27).


FOG [smog]


Spiritual blindness:-
Spiritual blindness (Act 13:11).


Uncertain:- A person who
is uncertain about what to do, or which direction to take. His thoughts are
clouded.


FOOD [meat
- solid food]


Mature teachings:-
Symbolic of sound and powerful teaching of the Word of God to spiritually
mature people (1 Cor 3:2, Phil 3:15, Eph 4:4).


Offering:- An offering
to the Lord (Ex 29:40, 41, Ex 30:9, Ex 40:29, Lev 40:2, Lev 5:11, 12, Lev
6:14-23, Lev 7:9-13, 37, Lev 9:17, Lev 23:13,16, 17, Num 4:16, Num 5:15).


Mature person:- A mature
person doing what the Lord requires of him.


Discernment:- Ability to
distinguish between what is pleasing and what is provoking to God, that which
is helpful and hurtful to your own soul, and good and evil (Heb 5:14).


Greater knowledge:-
Someone who has reached a greater degree of the knowledge of the Gospel
mysteries than others. Capable of understanding the more mysterious parts of
the Gospel, or of searching into the deep things of God and of receiving and
digesting the more sublime truths of Christ. Reasoning is not according to
carnal dictates, but according to the truth of Scripture (1 Cor 2:6, 1 Cor 3:1,
1 Cor 13:11, Phil 3:15, Eph 4:4, Mat 5:48).


FOOD


Word of God:-
It symbolizes the Word of God and the gifts of the Spirit which strengthens
you, builds you up and establishes you in the will of the Father (John 4:34,
Heb 5:12).


- Solid food


Sound teaching:- Sound
and powerful teaching from the Word of God to the spiritually mature (1 Cor
3:2, Phil 3:15, Eph 4:4).


Offering:- An offering
to the Lord (Ex 29:40, 41, Ex 30:9, Ex 40:29, Lev 40:2, Lev 5:11, 12, Lev
6:14-23, Lev 7:9-13, 37, Lev 9:17, Lev 23:13, 16, 17, Num 4:16, Num 5:15).


Maturity:- A mature
person doing the will of God.


Ability to distinguish:-
The ability to distinguish between what is pleasing and what is provoking to
God, or what is helpful, or hurtful, to your own soul.


Discernment:- To discern
between good and evil (Heb 5:14).


Understanding mysteries:-
A person who has a deeper knowledge or understanding of the Gospel’s mysteries
than others.


Seeking deeper revelations:-
Searches into the deep mysteries of God.


Receiving truth:-
Receives and digests the more sublime truths of Christ.


Scriptural reasoning:-
Someone who does not operate according to carnal reasoning, but according to
the truth of Scripture (1 Cor 2:6, 1 Cor 3:1, 1 Cor 13:11, Phil 3:15, Eph 4:4,
Mat 5:48).


- Cheese


Maturity:- A person who
is mature and has been tested and tried by the Lord (Job 10:10).


- Dog food


Rejected Word:-
The Word of God that is rejected by those for whom it is intended (Mark
7:27-28).


- Fat


The Lord’s
portion:- The Lord’s portion (Gen 4:4).


Blessings:- It can signify
the abundant blessings of God (Ex 29:13).


- Food seasoned with salt


Righteous Word:-
Food [the Word of God] seasoned with salt [righteousness] can represent the pure and cleansing
teaching of God’s Word, or an inner healing ministry (Mark 9:50, Job 11:6).


- Frozen food


Stored Word:-
The Word of God is stored away and not lived.


Religious spirit:- It
can symbolize a religious spirit, or people who are aware of the truth but who
are not living it (Mat 24:12).


- Milk


Basic principles:- Milk
symbolizes the foundational principles [basis] of
God’s Word which gives a basic understanding of the teachings in Scripture (Heb
5:12).


- Morsel of food


Encouragement:- A
scripture or verse from the Word given to someone for encouragement (Mark
7:28).


- Steak, meat or solid
food


Deeper understanding:-
This is the more advanced teachings, or understanding, of the Word of God, at a
higher spiritual level (Ps 78:25, Heb 5:14).


- Stored food


Spiritual memories:-
Spiritual memories based on the Word of God (Jude 1:17).


Bribery:- A person who
can be bribed to sell their values for personal gain (Heb 12:16).


- Spoilt food


Perverting the Word:-
A person who perverts the Word of God, or misrepresents the Word of God (Ez
28:17).


FOOT


Taking authority:- It
shows someone who takes authority in a specific area of his life, career or
ministry (Jos 1:3).


Step out in faith:-
Stepping out in faith and obedience to follow in Jesus’ footsteps (Job 31:7, 1
Pet 2:21, Eph 6:15). To do that which has been revealed to you.


Direction:- Take careful
note of the direction [see directions] the foot is
walking in. This will give guidance as to whether you are walking in the Lord’s
will or not.


Outreach:- It can show
that you will be going on an outreach, or mean a doer of the Word and not only
a talker (Jam 1:23, Lev 8:24).


Good news:- Someone
bringing good news (Is 52:7).


- Brass foot


Permanence:- As a symbol
of God’s stability and permanence it can point to a person who is durable and
precious.


Valued:- Someone who is
highly favoured and valued, held in high esteem (Rev 1:15).


Judgment:- It can also
represent God’s judgment against sin.


- Diseased feet


Bitterness:- Shows
someone who is easily offended or filled with bitterness (2 Chron 16:12). Such
a person will probably be suffering from gout or arthritis.


- Kissing foot


Submission:- Shows
someone who is fully submissive and is seeking forgiveness, acceptance and love
from Jesus.


Respect:- A person in
authority, or someone you look up to (Luk 7:45).


- Lame foot


Disempowered:- Shows
being disempowered [or disabled] to do the work that
you are called for due to unbelief, circumstances, sin, or by mistake (2 Sam
9:13).


- Left foot


Worldly ways:- Can be a
warning that you are walking in the ways of the world, or that there is a
weakness in your spiritual walk (Eph 4:22, Ps 36:11). It can also point to a
proud person.


- Muddy foot


Unclean:- Can show going
to unclean places [such as temples of false religions and
strip joints], or being involved with people, or activities, that will
cause stumbling (Jer 38:6).


- Put under foot


Submit:- To submit
something or someone to your authority.


Conquer:- To conquer
something or someone (Mal 4:3, Ps 47:3).


Dominate:- It can show
that the person is trampling, or dominating, others (Mat 7:6).


- Removing sandals


Respect:- It is an
expression of respect and honour to the Lord.


On holy ground:- To be
on holy ground (Ex 3:5).


- Right foot


Walking in the Spirit:-
Shows that you are walking in the way of the Spirit (John 14:4).


- Shoes removed [barefoot]


Unwilling to evangelise:-
Unwillingness to spread the Gospel of Peace (Ex 3:5, Josh 5:15).


Mourning:- Represents a
person in mourning (2 Sam 15:3).


Obedience:- Faithful
obedience to the Lord (Is 20:2).


Submissive:- It can show
being relaxed and submissive in God’s presence [on Holy
Ground].


Grieving:- It can
represent mourning, distress or humiliation, or a person who is deeply wounded
and grieving (2 Sam 15:30, Is 20:2).


Not equipped:- Can also
show not being sufficiently equipped for a task (Eph 6:15).


- Sitting at a person’s
feet


Mentored:- It shows that
the person is prepared to be coached and mentored [discipled]
by a spiritual father or mother (Mar 8:38).


- Sore toe


Offending:- Shows that
someone has been “stepping on your toes”, which either means they are offending
you, or angering you by their actions (Gen 20:9).


- Toe


Taking authority:- It
shows someone taking authority in an area of his life, career or ministry (Josh
1:3), or stepping out in faith and obedience to follow in the footsteps of
Jesus (Job 31:7, 1 Pet 2:21, Eph 6:15).


Foot in the door:-
Deduced from “getting your foot in the door”, it can be said that the person is
placed, or will be placed, in a position where he can further the Kingdom of
God, or win a new or sought after client, for business (2 King 18:32).


Outreach:- You may be
going on an outreach. Take careful note of the direction [see
directions] you are walking to give you guidance as to whether your walk
is in the Lord’s will or not.


Doer of the Word:-
It can point to a doer of the Word and not only a talker (Jam 1:23).


Good news:-
Someone bringing good news (Is 52:7).


- Heel of foot


Crushing the enemy:- It
can represent an intervention by someone to destroy the works of satan, or
demonic actions coming against him [crush the head of the
serpent or enemy under his heel] (Gen 3:15).


Deception:- It can be a
warning that satan is trying to deceive you, or that someone is committing
treason against you (Gen 3:15, Rom 16:20).


Betrayed:- To be
attacked from behind, or to be betrayed (Gen 49:19, Job 18:9, Ps 41:9).


- Washing guest’s feet


Worship:- It represents
a humble person with a serving heart who is prepared to do the most menial
tasks (John 13:5).


FOREHEAD [brow]


Openness:- An open and
cleansed person (Lev 13:41).


Strong personality:- A
person with a strong personality, able to face the challenges of the world (Ez
3:8, 9).


Character:- The forehead
can also signify character and religious affiliations (Ex 28:38, Rev 14:9, Rev
17:5), or that the person is a thinker, creative, or is recalling a memory from
the past.


Obstinate:- Can point to
an obstinate and hard-headed person who is difficult to convince, or to work
with (Is 48:4, Ez 3:7).


- Forehead like flint


Courageous:- It shows
someone who is not easily discouraged, or daunted, from that which they have to
do (Is 42:4, Is 49:5, Ez 3:8-9)24.


Resolute:- Courage,
fearlessness, firmness, resolution, amidst contempt and scorn.


Determination:- A person
who does not shrink from any kind, or degree, of suffering that is trying to
prevent him from accomplishing the great work he is engaged in. (Ez 3:8-9) 25.


FOREIGNER


Spiritual message:- Can
speak of a spiritual message from God (John 18:36), or represent an angel that
was sent to bring you a message, or to minister to you.


FOREST [bush]


Promise of healing:- It
is a promise that the person’s search for the Lord will bring healing to them [in a physical or spiritual sense] (Is 44:14, 1 Sam 14:25).


Assembly:- A forest can
represent the Body of Christ – many believers assembled together (James 3:5).


Overwhelmed:- Can show
that the person has to deal with an overwhelming amount of issues and obstacles
which can be confusing and challenging (Jos 17:18, Is 10:18).


- Lost in forest


Double minded:- Shows
that the person is so overwhelmed by issues and obstacles that he has become
double minded and without direction (2 Cor 4:3, 2 Cor 2:15).


FORK [eating
fork]


Methodology:- A fork is
used to eat food with and can therefore be interpreted as the method by which
you “eat” the Word of God.


Teaching method:- It can
show that you are using the correct methods to teach other’s the Word of God
(Is 55:1, 2, Song 4:16).


- Garden fork


Developing relationship:-
It can indicate that it will require hard work to develop a new relationship,
business, or ministry (Ex 1:14, Matt 13:5).


- Winnowing fork


Dividing:- It can
represent a caution from the Lord that He is separating the precious from the
vile, that which is not acceptable in your life to that which is wholly
acceptable to Him.


Purity:- He wants you to
be pure!


Separated:- It can also
be a warning that the Lord is separating the lost from the saved in order to
cast out and destroy that which is unacceptable and impure (Jer 15:7). Sinners
[chaff] will be separated from His children and
destroyed (Luke 3:17, Is 41:16, Jer 15:7, Mat 3:12, Is 30:24).


FORK IN ROAD


Decision-making:- You
will be faced with an important decision that will change your life.


FORNICATING


Spiritual idolatry:- Can
refer to idolatry in a person’s life [spiritual idolatry]26.


Defilement:- Point to
defilement by illicit lovers (Rev 17:4, Is 23:17, 2 Chron 21:11).


FORTRESS [castle]


Heavenly abode:- Can
refer to Christ’s heavenly abode (Ps 45:8, John 14:1, 2).


Important:- An important
and highly regarded person (Ps 78:69, Ps 144:12).


Splendour:- The
splendour and majesty of the church [Body of Christ]
(Song 8:9, 1 Chron 29:1).


Government:- Figuratively
it can refer to a government, a place of rulership, indicating that you may be
called to a position of rulership in government, in a community or an
organization (Gen 41:43, Gen 45:8, 1 King 1:35).


Holiness:- It can refer
to a place of holiness, where the presence of God is established (2 Chron 2:1,
2 Chron 2:12).


Closer relationship:-
The Lord is calling you to a closer relationship with Him, inviting you to His
palace, to share in the abundance, wealth and safety of the King of Kings.


Lofty fortress:- A lofty
fortress which is a symbol of luxury and wealth (Luk 7:25).


Place of abundance:- The
Lord is showing you that He will bring you to a place of abundance and beauty
(Est 1:6).


Safe place:- A fortress
is a symbol of power and authority, a place where you can be safe, hidden from
danger and threats. In a positive sense it can represent the protection of the
Lord (Is 25:4, 2 Cor 10:4).


Spiritual stronghold:-
In a negative sense it can symbolize a spiritual stronghold over your life (Is
29:7, Zech 9:3) [see black castle].


FOUNDATION


Jesus:- Speaks of a
righteous person (Prov 10:25), and can also refer to Jesus Christ as the
cornerstone and solid foundation of the church (Is 28:26, Luk 6:48, 1 Cor 3:11,
2 Tim 2:19, Eph 2:20).


- Dark foundation


Demonic influence:- It
is a warning that a person’s life, business, or ministry, is founded on demonic
or worldly teachings and influences (1 Cor 3:10-15, Ps 137:7).


- Rock or firm foundation


Wisdom:- Shows that the
person’s life, business or church is founded on the Rock [Jesus
Christ] (Luk 6:48).


- Sandy foundation


Unwise:- It is a warning
that a person’s life, business, or ministry, is based on worldly, or unwise,
principles and does not carry the blessings of the Lord (1 Cor 3:10-15).


FOUNTAIN/SPRING


Opened spiritual refreshment:-
A fountain already opened. Like Hagar in the wilderness you remain ignorant of
the refreshment near you, until God “opens your eyes”
(Gen 21:19). It is not the fountain, but your eyes that need to be opened. It
is also a promise of revival of a person’s spirit (Judg 15:19, Joel 3:18). It
is a promise that the Lord will restore your joy and abundant living (Prov
14:27, Ps 84:6), or that He is, and was, and will be with you in all
circumstances (Ps 36:9, Rev 21:6).


Refreshment:- It is
refreshment from the Lord and a place of cleansing of sin and uncleanness (Zech
13:1).


Open womb:- It can also
carry the promise of the womb which is to be opened. Someone who had difficulty
conceiving is now ready to bear a child.


New idea’s time:- It can
also refer to a business opportunity or new idea for which the time is
right/ripe to be conceived and established (Judg 15:19).


Impurity:- Can be a
warning of the presence of a spirit of impurity (Zech 13:2).


Indwelling Spirit
of God:- Metaphorically
speaking it can be considered to be the indwelling Spirit of God, internal life
and future blessings, as well as the eyes of the earth (Song 7:4).


Source of life:- It
shows God as the source of life [a fountain that springs up
speaks of abundance and an overflow of blessings] (Gen 49:25).


Free access to the Holy
Spirit:- It is the
source of the [free] provision and salvation that
God gives. It is also the free access to the Holy Spirit which requires no
human effort to obtain (John 4:14).


- Blocked fountain


Unfruitful:- Warns of
infertility, or unfruitfulness (Song 4:12).


- Dry fountain


Drying up of financial
resources:- Caution that financial or spiritual resources have dried up
or will dry up.


- Fountain opened


Understanding:-
Spiritual wisdom and understanding (Prov 13:14, Prov 16:22).


Tears:- Can represent
the tears of a person that can flow like a fountain that is opened up (Lev
20:18).


FOWL


Spirit beings:- Points
to the presence of evil spirit beings27 (Rev 18:2, Mark 4:32).


FOX [jackal]


Cunning:- A fox can
represent someone who is cunning, sly, deceitful and who will probably cause
you harm when you least expect it (Neh 4:3, Luke 13:32).


Untrustworthy:- It can
be a warning about an untrustworthy person.


















FOUR [4]


Door:- It is the modern
equivalent of the Hebrew word daleth which is symbolised as a door. It can show
that you have arrived at the door and that it is your choice to enter. Jesus is
also described as the door, as He is the door to life (John 10:9, Col 4:3).


Direction:- Symbolic of
direction (Dan 7:2, Jer 49:36, Ez 37:9).


Revival:- Can point to
revival that will break out (Ez 1:5, Dan 1:5, Dan 1:10, Rev 4:6, Prov 30:15,
18, 21, 24, 29, Amos 1:3, 6).


Reign:- Can also point
to a person that reigns.


Comprehensive:-
Completeness of range, comprehensive extent [4 points of
the compass. 4 phases of the moon. The title “king of the 4 quarters” meant
that their rule stretched in all directions] (Ez 40:47, Is 11:12, Ez
7:2, Rev 20:8).


Nature:- God’s creation
[nature] (Gen 2:10).


Seasons:- Can refer to
seasons [summer, autumn, winter, spring].


Elements:- Elements of
nature [earth, air, fire, water].


Divisions:- Divisions of
day [morning, noon, evening, midnight].


Iniquity:- Full-summed
iniquity, material completeness and worldliness [worldly
kingdoms]. Wisdom of man:- Refers to the wisdom of man [representing world powers. Nebuchadnezzar’s image was of gold,
silver, brass and iron] (Dan 2:37, Dan 7:3, Mat 13:19-23).


Ignorance:- The
ignorance [earthly bondage] of a natural person (1
Cor 3:15, Dan 7:1, Rev 4:6).


Punishment:- Symbolic of
punishment (Jer 15:3, Ez 14:21).


FOURTEEN [14]


Perfect timing:- Points
to the perfection of the Lord’s timing bringing forth our redemption (Matt
1:17).


FRANKINCENSE [white
smoke]


Prayers:- Spiritual
purity, white smoke, prayers ascending to the throne of God (Titus 2:14, 1 John
3:2-3, Rev 8:3-4, Rom 8:34).


FREEZER


Religious spirit:- This
can represent a church, or ministry, that is controlled by a spirit of
religion. The Word is not alive (Joh 3:3).


Freezing out the Spirit:-
It freezes out the Holy Spirit, disabling people so they cannot freely move and
grow in the Holy Spirit (Lev 19:14, Rom 11:9, John 3:3).


FRIDGE


- Food in fridge


Preparing the Word:-
This is the place where food [the Word] is kept in
safe and ideal circumstances in order to use it when it is required.


- Decayed food in fridge


Word not shared:- Word that
has been left unused too long. It is a caution that you should bring the Word
timeousely as it is revealed [fresh] as a Word
on-time. It can also refer to unpure, defiled or unclean word.


FRIEND


Guidance:- When you
dream of a friend it is important to you take note of what the friend does, or
says, in the dream. It is possible that the friend represents characteristics
of your own life that the Lord wants to deal with.


Trustworthy:- It
represents someone you trust and whose advice and guidance you hold in high
regard.


Jesus:- A friend can be
Jesus, the Holy Spirit, or an angel, who is giving you guidance, comfort or
direction example about an issue that you are struggling with (Prov 27:9, Luk
11:5, Prov 18:24).


- Past friend


Sound advice:- The Lord
is reminding you of sound advice, or a teaching, you have received some time
ago and which is relevant at present.


Idea:- Look carefully at
the surroundings of the friend, or what he says, for clues as to what the
symbol can mean (Is 41:8, Prov 27:17).


FRISBEE


Personal message:- The
Lord is using you to deliver a personal message to someone else (Ex 10).


Delivery:- It must be
delivered, regardless of the reaction of those for whom it is intended28.


FROG


Unclean spirit:- Unclean
spirits [demonic presence] coming directly from
satan (Rev 16:13).


Witchcraft:- It can
represent witchcraft, a plague, or a destructive force coming against you (Ex
8:7).


And it can also be a warning that you are not listening to a
warning from the Lord (Ex 8:2).


- Green frog


Misleading financial
transaction:- It can be a warning that someone is trying to mislead you
in respect of a financial transaction, or trying to create anxiety and
confusion in your mind (Deut 28:65, Luk 10:41, Jer 42:16).


- Black frog


Unclean spirit:- Can
represent an unclean spirit, or a false prophet, which is trying to mislead or
misdirect you (Act 13:6, Rev 19:20, Phil 2:3).


- Brown frog


Worldly desires:- This
represents fleshly and worldly desires, or dead works, that are inspired by a
deceiving and evil spirit (Rev 16:13).


FRUIT [see
different kinds of fruit]


Provision:- It can be a
promise from the Lord that He will provide for you (Amos 8:2).


Result:- Fruit is the
consequence, the product or result, of your actions, work or input (Prov 8:19,
Gal 5:22, Lev 23:39, Ps 92:14, Job 34:11), but can also symbolize your
offspring (Gen 30:2).


Maturity:- Spiritual
ripeness and maturity [love, joy, peace, long-suffering,
kindness, goodness, faith] (Gal 5:22, Rom 6:22).


- Brass, bronze, copper
fruit


Righteous judgment:-
Brass can symbolize the righteous judgment of God against sin. Brass fruit can
therefore show that the fruit of your sins has come to maturity and that you
will be judged for it (Rom 6:21, Mic 7:13).


FUEL


Energy:- It is the
influence or energy that powers a ministry or business.


Holy Spirit
power:- In a spiritual sense it can symbolize the power of the Holy
Spirit (2 Tim 1:7-8, 1 Thes 1:5).


Explosive power:- In a
negative sense it can symbolize explosive energy which can cause great damage
and even destroy a business or ministry.


FUEL STATION [gas,
fuel, gas station]


Spiritual nourishment:-
As a car represents you [as a person] your business,
or ministry [that needs gas or petrol when running low]
the gas station represents the place where you can receive spiritual
nourishment, or refreshment.


Place of refreshment:-
If you are feeling tired, or under pressure, this can be a promise that the
Lord has already provided a place where you can be refreshed [it is in sight] (Eph 5:18).


Re-invigorating:- Need
for rest, refilling by the Holy Spirit, setting time apart for prayer (Eph
5:18).


FUNERAL


Baptism in the Spirit:-
It can represent your baptism with the Holy Spirit [the old
man in you to die with Christ] (Cor 2:12, Col 2:14).


Dealt with:- It can also
show that a certain matter has been dealt with [financial,
business transaction, emotional or spiritual] and that you can put it
behind you (Dan 12:7, John 17:4).


FUNNEL


Narrow way:- Focus!
Guiding the sheep [believers] onto the narrow way.


Brought together:- Time
for you to be brought into the presence of the Lord. Brought together.


Journey:- Can also show
that you are prepared for the journey (1 Cor 14:26, Gen 33:12).


Evil one revealed:- Only
a matter of time before the evil one will be revealed (Jer 51:33).


FUMES


Unseen influence:- It
can show that, unseen, or not recognized by others, someone is bringing a
deceptive influence into a situation (Rev 20:3, Jam 3:14-15).


FURNACE


Worship:- The wrath of
God burning unclean works, pride and wickedness to stubble (Mal 4:1).


Testing:- It can represent
a period of testing and trial, or that the person has a lot of anger burning in
his heart.


Passionate prayers:-
Heat of passion in your prayers to God (Ps 39:3).


Purification and preparation:-
It can show that the Lord is purifying you so that you can do His work (Mal
4:1).


FURNITURE


Equipment:- The
equipment God provides to enable you to do His work (Ex 33:13, Ex 39:33).


- Antique furniture


Equipped:- Shows that
you are equipped by the righteous inheritance of those who have gone before
you.


Past learning:- Learn
from what they have used [teaching material, radio, TV,
churches, denominations, etc.] so that you can use it too (Deut 5:33,
Neh 13:5, Ps 44:1).


- Exquisite gold trimmed
furniture


Godly equipment:- It can
represent the glory and blessing of God that is shining down on you and the
equipment you are using in your ministry (Job 22:3, Job 22:28).












G


GABRIEL


Strength:- The name
means a man of strength, or a man of honour.


One of a thousand:- One
out of a thousand (Dan 8:16).


GALBANUM [gum
resin]


Worship:- Worship,
praise, adoration, thanksgiving, choicest part, the best (Lev 3:16-17, John
5:44, Is 42:8).


Self-adoration:- It is a
warning against self-adoration, but can also show a spiritually overweight
person [meaning that he keeps the blessings to himself]
(Lev 3:16-17, John 5:44, Is 42:8).


GALL


Bitterness:- Shows that
the person’s heart is full of bitterness (Act 8:23).


GAMBLE


Risky decision:- It can
show that you will be required to make a decision on a matter that will involve
many risks (John 19:24).


Dependence on luck:- It
is to enter into a venture with a high risk of failure, or shows dependence on
luck rather than trusting God for a favourable outcome (Eph 4:22).


GAMBLING JOINT [casino]


Worldly attraction:-
Represent an attraction to worldly activities.


Lure of quick success:-
It can mean that you are being lured into something with the promise of quick
and sudden riches with high risk and at the cost of godliness and dependence on
God our Provider. Beware that you are not deceived by the spirit of the world
(Prov 11:4, Prov 22:1).


GAME [wild]


Graceful:- Game
symbolizes love, gentleness, gracefulness (Song 2:9, Prov 5:19) and swiftness
(2 Sam 2:18) and therefore represents a confident person [surefooted],
who is quick of understanding with strong leadership skills (Is 35:6, 2 Sam
22:34, 1 Chron 12:8).


Morally strong:- It
shows a morally strong, sincere person who is seeking revelations of the Lord
(Ps42:1, Ps 18:33, Prov 5:19).


Introvert:- In a
negative sense game represents an introverted person who is easily frightened
and withdraws quickly (Mark 4:40).


Rejected:- They have
often been hurt by rejection and may seem stubborn.


Hiding fear:- A fact
which hides their fear of man.


Relinquishing leadership:-
In personal relationships they would relinquish their leadership role to others
and is reluctant to take up their authority in Christ (Rev 21:8, 2 Sam 17:2).


- Sable antelope


Unbiblical marriage
relationship:- It shows that the marriage relationship is out of line
with Biblical truth. The woman often dominates and the husband does not take up
his role as protector and provider of this family (Act 17:22).


GAMES [see
also specific games]


Outmanoeuvring:- Playing
games can be an indication that you are, or will be, involved in a process of
outmanoeuvring someone else by means of good reasoning, debating, or competing.


Wrestling with God:-
It can also represent a wrestling match with God, trying to understand what He
is saying, or which direction He is guiding you into (2 Tim 2:23, Jer 12:5, Job
13:3).


- Ball games


Debating:- Show
involvement in meetings, or debates, where you will be expecting to argue your
case [the ball is now in your court] (Job 6:25).


- Boxing


Aggressive negotiations:-
Boxing can be a warning that the transaction you are negotiating, or argument
you are involved in, will be concluded in an aggressive way.


Physical scars:- This
can cause emotional, physical, or spiritual, scars to those involved (Prov
25:8, Is 41:11, 1 Cor 9:26, Jer 21:5).


- Chess


Pre-emptive planning:-
This shows involvement in a situation which will require pre-empting a variety
of circumstances before taking a decision[scenario planning].


Careful decision-making:-
You will have to carefully consider the consequences as bad decisions may lead
to your undoing (Prov 25:8).


- Golf game


Negotiation skills:- A
warning that you will be involved in a stretched out process of restructuring
and transformation.


Negotiating skills:-
Expect various difficulties which will require different negotiating skills and
capabilities in order to survive.


Testing your character:-
In many ways it will be a struggle against your own weaknesses that will test
and build your character (Ex 31:3, Prov 14:29, Eph 4:16).


- Rugby game


Demanding negotiations:-
A rugby game can be a warning that the transaction that you [as a member of a bigger team, whether a company, or a
congregation] are negotiating, or the argument that you are involved in,
will be concluded in a demanding and intensive manner.


Teamwork:- This will
require skill, precision and teamwork, and can cause emotional, physical or
spiritual scars to those who are involved (Jer 51:23, Prov 25:8, Is 41:11).


- Tennis game


Creative engagements:-
Tennis is a non-aggressive game, with players trying to outmanoeuvre and
outplay each other with creativity and cunning(2 Chron 2:13, Job 23:4)..


Long discussion:- A
tennis game signifies a fairly long discussion [negotiations]
or competition where opposing people [or with opposing views]
get time to state their views and make their points, whilst trying to skilfully
outmanoeuvre each other (Prov 25:9).


- Video game


Fighting spiritual attacks:-
It can represent a current situation that will require great wisdom and
spiritual discernment to identify and defeat spiritual attackers (Est. 8:11).


- Wrestling


Wrestling with serious issue:-
It can be seen as an emotional tempest in someone wrestling with a serious
issue [such as an emotional, physical or financial crisis,
trying to understand the reason for the loss of a loved one, etc.]. It
does not mean that there will be a logical winner [outcome],
but it will lead to greater understanding and acceptance (2 Cor 4:8, Job
40:6-25).


Spiritual warfare:- To
be in the process of deliverance and/or spiritual warfare against the forces of
darkness (Luk 9:42).


Inner struggle:- It can
represent the struggle to gain victory over the things of the flesh and to
submit fully to God (Gen 32:24).


Competitive negotiations:-
To argue in an attempt to gain control (Gen 23:7; Gen 32:24). It can show a
spirit of control and manipulation trying to take hold of you, or that you are
striving in order to gain control (Num 13:31, 2 Sam 3:1).


Litigation:- Resistance
in a ministry or work situation, or being involved in or can expect to be
involved in, a trial, litigation or a disciplinary matter (Luk 12:58).


GARAGE [auto
repair shop]


Equipping:- Can
represent a place that equips, builds up, and assists ministries to be
re-established and repaired.


Help ministry:- It can
show a call to be a management consultant, involvement in a help ministry, or a
healing career or ministry.


Preparation:- It can
also mean that you are at a place where you are prepared or preparing for such
a career or ministry (Luk 3:4, Is 19:22, Is 57:19, Jer 30:17, 1 Cor 12:28).


GARAGE [for
parking]


Passive phase:- It shows
that your business, or ministry, is in a passive phase, or period and not doing
the work of God, or being effective.


Rest:- But it can also
show that your ministry has to enter into a period of rest (Is 65:10).


GARBAGE


Rejected:- To be the
rejected. A person regarded as the waste of society (Lam 3:45, 1 Cor 9:27).


Corruption:- It can also
be a warning of corruption, or dishonourable dealings in your business or
ministry (Deut 31:29, 2 Tim 3:8).


GARDEN


Place of work:- This is
where fruit is cultivated, therefore it can symbolize your place of work,
ministry, worship, or your family. The condition of the garden can show your
level of fruitfulness before God [it can relate to
interpersonal relationships, your relationship with God, your marriage, your
calling, business or ministry]. Take your clues from the other symbols
that the Lord shows you (Is 51:3, Song 4:16, Gen 4:2-3, Song 6:2-3).


- Fenced garden


Unfruitful:- Can
represent a woman who cannot bear children (Song 4:12).


- Flower garden


Praise:- Just like
clothes can be a garment of praise, flowers can symbolize praise and worship [intimacy] to the Lord, and a flower garden can show a
place of worship and praise (Ex 28:40, 1 Chron 16:29).


Spiritual growth:- It
can show being at a place where you will grow spiritually and just as a flower
opening, will be a living example of a Christ-like life (Ps 27:4, Ps 29:2).


- Garden full of weeds


Not diligent:- A dry
garden full of weeds can show that the person is not diligent at work and does
not take his stewardship seriously (Tit 1:7).


- Wire fenced garden
overgrown with weeds


Religious tradition:- It
can refer to religious tradition that does not bear much fruit1.


- Neglected garden


Disloyal:- A dry garden
full of weeds can show that the person is disloyal, or not diligent and
committed in relationships and ministry (Prov 21:5, Tit 1:7).


- New garden bed


Expansion:- It shows
that you can expect expansion in your business or ministry, and can even be a
new addition to the family, or a person joining your cell group (Is 61:11).


- Swamp in garden


Adultery:- It can point
to sinful and worldly activities that will bear no fruit. It can also point to
adultery or unfaithfulness in relationships1.


- Vegetable garden


Food:- As vegetables are
used as for food [sustenance] a vegetable garden
symbolizes a place where a person is earning his keep [place
of work].


Condition:- The
condition of the garden will give clues as to the value of the person’s
contribution to the workplace (Luk 12:42).


GARDENING


Evangelism:- Every
garden God plants is to honour His Son (Ez 28:13, Song 4:12-16) therefore it
can symbolize evangelism, or finding new clients for your business (John 15:1).


GARDEN TOOLS


Ministry tools:- It can
symbolize the skills, or tools, you use in your ministry, or business, to
develop it (Dan 1:17, Phil 2:12, Song 4:16).


- Garden fork


Developing relationship:-
It can indicate that it will require hard work to develop a new relationship,
business, or ministry (Ex 1:14, Matt 13:5).


- Garden pick


Breaking open:- It can
indicate that you will require ice breaking and concentrated effort to develop
a new relationship, business or ministry [break down the
hardened heart] (Rom 5:7, Ex 1:14).


- Garden rake


Level out:- A rake is
used to level [sort out inconsistencies] in a garden
bed [ministry, business or spiritual life] and can
therefore indicate a calling to a pastoral, coaching, mentoring or discipling
role in the Body of Christ.


Sort out inconsistencies:-
It can show that the person still has to sort out inconsistencies in his
relationship with the Lord before his work will bear fruit (Mat 22:16, Mat
9:14, Luk 14:27, 33).


Final arrangements:- Can
also symbolize the final arrangements and preparations before a relationship is
formalized, or a ministry or business is initiated (Ps 65:9, Ps 132:17).


- Garden spade


Help ministry:- It is
used to dig for hidden treasure or to prepare the garden for cultivation, and
can therefore point to a help ministry or a construction type business.


Investigation:- It can
also point to a research or investigative project [or
deliverance ministry] which will uncover that which is hidden (Ez 16:37,
Ez 23:29).


GARLIC [leeks]


Worldly pleasures:- Can
refer to worldly abundance and fleshly pleasures (Num 11:5).


GARMENT [clothes]


Spiritual preparation:-
It symbolizes the nature of a person’s spiritual preparation.


Heavenly covering:-
Clothed with heavenly covering or presence of Christ (2 Co 5:2,3, Mat 21:7, Mat
24:18, Mat 26:65, Luk 8:27, Mat 22:11, Mat 7:15).


Protection:- Covering,
kindness and protection (Deut 8:4, Deut 29:5, Neh 9:21).


Righteousness:-
Righteousness and salvation (Is 61:10).


- Dirty garments


Iniquities:- Dirty
garments symbolize iniquities (Zech 3:4).


GAS


Lack of understanding:-
Can point to a lack of discernment, or the inability to understand (Ps 115:6).


GAS FUMES


Unseen influence:- It
can show that, unseen, or not recognized by others, someone is bringing a
deceptive influence into a situation (Rev 20:3, Jam 3:14-15).


GASOLINE [petrol]


Energy:- It is the
influence or energy that powers or propels a ministry or business.


Holy Spirit
power:- In a spiritual sense it can symbolize the power of the Holy
Spirit (2 Tim 1:7-8, 1 Thes 1:5).


Explosive power:- In a
negative sense it can symbolize explosive energy which can cause great damage
and even destroy a business or ministry (Ps 115:16).


GAS STATION [petrol,
fuel, gas station]


Spiritual nourishment:-
As a car represents you [as a person] your business,
or ministry [that needs gas or petrol when running low]
the gas station represents the place where you can receive spiritual
nourishment, or refreshment.


Place of refreshment:-
If you are feeling tired, or under pressure, this can be a promise that the
Lord has already provided a place where you can be refreshed [it is in sight] (Eph 5:18).


Re-invigorating:- Need
for rest, refilling by the Holy Spirit, setting time apart for prayer (Eph
5:18).


GATE [door]


Pivotal place:- Shows
that you are at a pivotal place, or season in your life.


New dimension:- You can
choose to move into a new dimension.


New phase:- A promise
that you are at the point where you can enter and access something new, or a
new phase in your life.


Leaving:- It shows the
opening of a way to leave a current situation, the end of a season or period,
or leaving the current phase of your life.


New opportunity:- A new
commercial, or business, related opportunity is presented to you [the gate of opportunity] (John 10:7, Rev 3:8).


Opportunity:- It can
also reflect an opportunity for a person’s creative abilities to come to
fruition.


The way:- Jesus Christ
is referred to as the way, thus a gate can mean that He is showing you the way
and is calling you to follow Him.


- Front gate


New opportunity:- Shows
that you have arrived at the place where the new opportunity, or new phase, in
your life will be revealed (Joel 3:14).


- Open gate


Moving freely:- Shows
that you can move in and freely take or receive the opportunity offered to you
[ministry, business or career] (Rev 3:8).


- Security gate


Protected:- It shows
that the opportunity which lies before you is safe and secure, and you will be
protected from undue influences (Ez 44:2).


- Closed or shutting gate


Not your opportunity:-
This opportunity is not for you, but for someone else (Ex 18:18).


End of season:- The end
of a season, assignment, or relationship (Job 19:6).


Death:- In the natural
it can show the end of a person’s life15 (Jonah 2:5).


Wasted opportunity:- It
can also represent a wasted opportunity (Matt 25:10).


GEESE [wild]


Working together:- Geese
symbolize a group of people working together in unity (Ps 133:1, Eph 4:3, 13).


Not receiving the Spirit:-
The feathers of geese are waterproof and therefore not receptive to absorb
water [Holy Spirit].


GEMS


Precious:- Represents
someone [or something] precious and expresses
fondness (Mal 3:17).


Imminent marriage:- A
symbol of commitment to marriage, an agreement or commitment (Gen 24:53).


Love:- Token of love (Ez
16:11-13).


Wise person:- A person
with wisdom and knowledge (Prov 20:15).


Spiritual gifts:- It can
show that the person is blessed with precious spiritual gifts (Prov 17:8).


- Gem in a crown


Prominence:- Can show
that you will be placed in a high and prominent position, and will then be
presented to the world (Zech 9:16).


- Carbuncle


Joined:- Carbuncle [crimson] is the colour of the stone of the tribe of Levi
which means to be joined to or to adhere. It can show that you will join a
group or person or that you will be accepted into a new fellowship or
relationship (Gen 29:34).


- Diamond


Special person:- This
shows a special person, one in a million, who is tested and tried and have been
strengthened in wisdom and character.


Great value:- It can
also represent something of great value (Mat 10:31, Ez 28:13).


Inner beauty:- The Lord
sees the beauty within you [inner man] and loves you
very much (Ez 3:9, Luk 12:7).


Purity:- It is a symbol
of holiness, purity, praise and worship (Lev 16:4, Lev 16:32, 2 Chron 5:12).
Pure and spotless nature and life of someone. The holiness of God’s members,
their faith and conversation (Gen 49:12).


Innocence:- Innocence,
to be clean, clarity, restored (Ecc 9:8; Dan 7:9) The pure and spotless
righteousness of Christ.


Victory:- Glory, victory
and happiness (Rev 3:5).


Deceptive person:-
Beware of a “false white” as it can represent a deceptive person stripped of
wealth and treasure (Joel 1:7). Divine judgment (Ex 4:6, 2 King 5:27).


- Uncut diamond


Character undeveloped:-
Represents a person of value whose character has not yet been developed to the
point where the Lord can use him (Eph 3:16).


- Emerald


Worship:- Glory of God,
saints29 (Rev 4:3, Rev 21:19).


- Pearl


Precious:- Someone or
something precious, scarce and beautiful (Mat 13:46).


Wise saying:- It can
also be a wise saying [expressions of wisdom] (Mat
7:6).


- Ruby


New beginning:-
Signifies a new beginning based on hope and the foundations God provides. God
establishing the foundations of His New Kingdom (Ps 24:7, Rev 20:21, Matt
22:37).


- Sapphire


Beauty:- Beauty and
clarity.


Glory of God:-
The glory and presence of God (Ex 24:10, Ez 1:26, Ez 10:1).


- Sardis stone


Vision of the son:- The
Biblical reference is from the Sardis stone of the Tribe of Reuben which means
vision of the son, to see the son (Gen 29:32).


New beginning:-
Signifies a new beginning based on hope and the foundations God has provided.


Establishing foundations:-
God establishing the foundations of His new Kingdom (Rev 21:20).


God is first priority:-
God loves you, He is your first love and therefore He must remain your first
priority (Ez 28:13, Matt 22:37).


Throne of God:-
The throne of God (Rev 4:3).


Neglected:- Can be a
warning that you are neglected or left your first love [Christ]
and that you are not covered by the Blood of the Son (1 Cor 1:18).


GENITALS


Spiritual idolatry:- It
can be a warning that the person is lusting after false gods [spiritual idolatry] (Ex 34:15, Job 15:35, Num 25:2, Deut
16:22).


Secret matter:- It can
also point to a private, and secret, matter which may be exposed.


GERMAN


Orderly:- A person who
is precise, orderly and organized (Is 3:3).


Warlike:- Can represent
a person with a warlike and dominating spirit (1 King 11:28).


GEYSER [hot
water reservoir]


Time to act:- In a
business or workplace sense it can show that it is time to act, the resources
are already provided and that you can act.


Calling forth:- In a
spiritual sense it can show that you can proclaim and call forth that which you
are trusting the Lord for (2 Cor 6:2, Neh 2:6, Ecc 3:1).


GIANT


Stronghold:- It can
represent a powerful demonic stronghold, or a powerful enemy (Deut 1:28, Josh
14:12).


GIRAFFE


Potential:- A giraffe
can move from standing still to full speed in a few strides, thus it can mean
that you have the potential to move rapidly when the Lord calls (Luk 12:42).
With its long neck it can reach the juicy soft leaves at the top, meaning you
have the potential to receive a special portion from the Lord. Just use it!


Pride:- The long neck
can symbolize pride. A giraffe’s height can mean that the person is looking
down on other people (Ps 75:5, Is 48:4).


GIRDLE [waistband
or belt]


Trustworthy:- Symbolizes
an honest and trustworthy person (Eph 6:14).


Ready to serve:-
Readiness to serve, protect and enter into spiritual warfare.


Clinging to God:-
It is also shows a representative of God who clings to Him, thereby glorifying
God in all that he does (Jer 13:11).


- Dirty girdle


Proud:- It shows that it
is a proud person who is a good for nothing in the Kingdom of the Lord.


Stubborn:- An evil and
stubborn person who refuses to hear the words of the Lord and serves other gods
(Jer 13:7-10).


- Golden girdle


Priestly duties:- Can
show that the person is called to serve with priestly duties (Ex 28:9).


GIRL [daughter]


Fruitfulness:- A girl
represents fruitfulness as she has the ability to bear children [fruit] (Gen 1:22, Ez 19:10, Ps 128:3)..


Growth:- It can also
represent spiritual growth or natural expansion (Mic 4:13).


Weakness:- A girl
daughter is of the weaker sex and can therefore refer to a weakness or someone
that is not very strong.


Spiritual daughter:- It
can also refer to a spiritual or natural daughter.


- Baby girl


Potential expansion:- It
shows that the business or ministry has the potential to expand and multiply
(Lev26:9).


Birth of baby:- It can
of course also be a natural [literal] meaning (Is
43:6, Matt 25:1, Gen 26:22).


GLASS


Transparent:-
Transparency. It shows being open and transparent, not hiding anything, or a
willingness to be filled by the Holy Spirit (Rev 21:21). As a transparent veil
(Rev 21:21).


- Clean glass


Cleansed from sin:-
Shows being cleansed from sin, and filled by the Holy Spirit (Ps 19:19, Ps
24:4, Ez 36:25).


- Glass being washed


Repentance:- Shows
repentance of sin and asking forgiveness before the Lord.


- Dirty glass


Filled with sin:- Shows
that the person is filled with sin, bitterness, or un-forgiveness (Is 57:20,
Prov 30:12).


- Glass pane for a window


Receiving revelations:-
That state, or property, of a body by which it suffers rays of light to pass
through it, so that objects can be seen through it distinctly. When clear it
admits the free passage of light [the revelations of God].


















GLIDER PLANE


Holy Spirit
dependence:- This shows that the business or ministry which you are
embarking upon is fully dependant and reliant on the guidance of the Holy
Spirit.


Holy Spirit
driven:- It does not need effort [engine]
from your side as it is fully powered by the Holy Spirit (Zech 4:6).


GLOBE [world]


Worldwide ministry:- It
can indicate that the Lord is calling you to a worldwide [global]
ministry (Mark 16:15).


GLOVES


Risky:- Shows that you
are prepared to embark on a risky, potentially controversial road where things
can boomerang against you.


Preparation:- You need
to be emotionally, spiritually and physically prepared in order to deal with
the issues (Ps 24:3-4).


- Black or dirty gloves


Un-dealt issues:- Can be
a warning that you are not ready to help others to deal with controversial
issues as you have not dealt with them in your own life (Ez 13:22).


- White gloves


Righteous person:- Shows
that you are a fair person who can handle controversial issues in a fair and
righteous manner (Ez 23:45).


GOAT


Sacrifice:- A goat,
offered as a sin offering, can show preparedness to sacrifice something in
repentance (Ez 43:25, Lev 16:21).


Leadership:- A he-goat
can symbolize a person with strong leadership skills (Jer 50:8).


Unrighteous:- A goat is
often seen as the unrighteous that will be separated from the children of God
(Matt 25:32) and can therefore be a warning from the Lord that the person needs
to review their life or lifestyle in order to be taken into the Kingdom of God.


Doing own way:- Such a
person would often want to do things their own way and resist the views of
others (Zech 7:11, Is 46:12).


- Black goat


Spirit of darkness:- An
unacceptable spirit of darkness, such as depression, which is difficult to get
rid of (1 Joh 2:9).


- Goat’s horns


Taking authority by force:-
Taking a position of authority with force or in own strength (Amos 6:13).


Negative person:- A
negative person, or force, taking control (Rev 13:1, Dan 8:3-9).


Freemasonry:- It can
refer to Freemasonry, witchcraft, satanism and the anti-christ spirit1759.


GOD


Characteristics of God:-
Is Spirit (John 4:24, 2 Cor 3:17). Light (Is 60:19, Jam 1:17, John 1:5). Love
(John 4:8; 16). Invisible (Job 23:8, Job 23:9, John 1:18, John 5:37, Col 1:15,
1 Tim 1:17). Unsearchable (Job 11:7, Job 37:23, Ps 145:3, Is 40:28, Rom 11:33).
Incorruptible (Rom 1:23). Eternal (Deut 33:27, Ps 90:2, Rev 4:8-10). Immortal
(1 Tim 1:17, 1 Tim 6:16). Omnipotent (Gen 17:1, Ex 6:3). Omniscient (Ps

valuable and precious. Purity, cleanness, sincerity, openness, and the
delightfulness of the discussions of the saints. Refined and purified. A person
made precious through the purification of fiery trials (Job 28:19, Job 31:24,
Prov 8:19, Prov 17:3, Prov 27:21, Zech 13:9, Mal 3:3).


Presence of God:-
Uprightness, or the presence of God (Dan 2:32-45, Rev 21:18, 21).


Righteousness of Christ:-
Righteousness of Christ, because of its richness, lustre, and durability (Ps
45:9, 13).


Rulership:- To reign or
to rule (Ex 25:25, Ex 37:2-11, Ex 39:30, Est. 8:15, Ps 21:3, Zech 6:11).


God our Provider:-
God our provider (Hag 2.8).


Earthly riches:- It can
also symbolize the promise of earthly riches (Job 3:15, Job 22:24, Is 2:7, Mat
10:9, Act 3:6, Act 20:33, Rev 18:12).


Spiritual riches:-
Spiritual riches accumulated in heaven (Mat 6:19, Act 17:29, 1 Pet 1:7, 18, 1
Pet 3:3, Jam 5:3).


Deception:- Counterfeit.
It can be a caution against fool’s gold, the deception of greed and riches of
the world (Job 3:15, Job 22:24, Is 2:7, Mat 10:9, Act 3:6, Act 20:33, Rev
18:12).


Pride:- Pride (Ez 7:19).


- Gold bar


Move of God:-
Promise of a righteous significant and distinct move of God, inspired by the
faith of His Saints1.


GOLF [games]


Skilful negotiations:-
Golf can indicate that you are involved in extended negotiations, or a business
transaction, that requires a mature, skilful and focused person (Job 15:31-33).


Patience:- It is a call
to be patient and persevere in order to be successful (Ecc 7:8).


Negotiation skills:- A
warning that you will be involved in a stretched out process of restructuring
and transformation.


Negotiating skills:-
Expect various difficulties which will require different negotiating skills and
capabilities in order to survive.


Testing your character:-
In many ways it will be a struggle against your own weaknesses that will test
and build your character (Ex 31:3, Prov 14:29, Eph 4:16).


GOOSE [wild,
duck]


Working together:- Geese
symbolize a group of people working together in unity (Ps 133:1, Eph 4:3, 13).


GORILLA


Aggressive person:- Can
represent a passive person who can explode in aggression and rebellion if
provoked (1 Sam 15:23).


GOVERNOR [mayor,
president, ruler]


Territorial authority:-
It can be guidance to remember your responsibility to rule over your own
household [territorial authority].


The Lord:-
It can be a representative of Jesus Christ, the King of kings, (Rev 19:14, 16).
The Lord God Almighty (Rev 15:3).


Intellectual superiority:-
It can point to someone with intellectual superiority.


Senior person:- In
business it can point to someone in a very senior position [CEO] or the owner of the business (Gen 14:18).


Elder:- It can also
refer to an elder, or the head of a ministry or congregation (Gen 14:18).


Counsellor:- The
traditional idea of a governor [king] was a
counsellor, consultant or a judge and can therefore refer to a calling as a
counsellor or consultant (Is 48:28, Mic 4:9, Is 9:8).


Responsibility to rule:-
It can be a warning to remember your responsibility to rule over your own
household.


Building the Kingdom:-
The role of governor in the establishment of the Kingdom of God is to finance
the building of the Kingdom.


Provider:- A vision or
dream of a governor [especially if you see yourself as the
governor] can point to a call to be a provider of finances for the work
of the Kingdom (1 Tim 5:8).


Control:- Someone who
exercises unchecked control over people who subject themselves to him, or an
evil and destructive ruler (Rev 9:11, Gen 10:8-10).


GOWN [ball-gown,
clothes]


Honourable position:- A
ball-gown is a special garment worn only at special occasions and can therefore
show that the person will be raised up by the Lord and given a position of honour
and dignity (Gen 49:3, Ps 45:13).


GOWN [sleepwear,
pyjamas]


Prepared for revelations:-
Shows that you are prepared to rest in the Lord. To be relaxed in His presence.
Prepared to receive heavenly revelations [dreams and
visions] from the Lord (Job 7:14).


Unprepared:- Not
prepared for the battle [not dressed in spiritual armour] (Eph 6.


GPS [geographical
positioning system, compass]


Direction:- A gps is
used as an allegory to show direction for your life.


Way shown:- It shows
that Father wants you to take attention to what He is showing you as He will
point you towards the way which He wants you to follow (Job 37:11-12). Take
note of the direction shown on the GPS [see directions].


GRADUATION


Success:- To win, or to
succeed. Qualified for the task (2 Tim 3:17, Num 8:22).


Finished:- It shows that
the person has finished the task and will be honoured for it (Phil 3:8, Is
48:15).


GRAIN [wheat,
corn]


Bountiful harvest:- The
teaching of the Word of God as the seed which will provide a bountiful harvest
(Rom 9:29, John 12:24).


Pure Word:-
Spiritual food. The Word of God presented purely [without
chaff] to ensure spiritual growth (1 Sam 17:17, Jer 23:28).


Prosperity:- It can
point to a promise of peace and plenty (Zech 9:17). It represents a promise of
that which is to come.


Spiritual sons:-
Spiritual Sons or fruit of God (Mat 13:30). Metaphor for the saved, the saints/
children of the Lord (Matt 3:12).


- Wheat ready to be
harvested


Reward:- It represents a
promise [or reward] of that which is to come. If
ripe, with the heads hanging down, the harvest is ready for the picking meaning
that you will receive an abundant return on your investment.


Word of God:-
The teaching of the Word of God as the seed which will provide a bountiful
harvest (Rom 9:29, John 12:24).


Ready to be used:- In a
spiritual sense it refers to a humble person who is ready to be used by the
Lord in His fields.


GRANDCHILD


Legacy:- A reminder of
the blessings and promises of the Lord [inheritance]
that you will leave behind as a physical and spiritual legacy [spiritual children and grandchildren that will continue the good
work you have started] (1 Tim 5:4).


Iniquities:- Iniquities
inherited from your forefathers (Is 65:7, Lev 26:39).


Spiritual heir:- It can
point to the spiritual inheritance that will follow you (Ex 34:7).


GRANDFATHER


Inheritance:-
Inheritance [natural or spiritual] (Dan 5:2, Jer
27:7, Mat 23:30, 32).


Ruler:- Originator,
ruler (Gen 4:21).


Wisdom:- Symbolizes a
person who is wise and experienced (Prov 14:16, Job 28:28, Ps 111:10, Eph 5:15,
Jam 3:13).


Faith:- Faith (2 Tim
1:5).


Iniquities:- It can
represent iniquities, strongholds that have been inherited from forefathers
(Act 3:26, Dan 10:13, 2 King 5:27). A warning that you have to deal with these
iniquities in order to be free.


GRANDFATHER CLOCK


Past event:- The Holy
Spirit is revealing something to you that happened in the past, or reminds you
of an important event in the past that is relevant for the season you are in
now (1 Chron 11:2, Ps 90:4).


GRANDMOTHER


Inheritance:-
Inheritance [natural or spiritual] (Dan 5:2, Jer
27:7, Mat 23:30, 32).


Ruler:- Originator,
ruler (Gen 4:21).


Wisdom:- Symbolizes a
person who is wise and experienced (Prov 14:16, Job 28:28, Ps 111:10, Eph 5:15,
Jam 3:13).


Faith:- Faith (2 Tim
1:5).


Iniquities:- It can
represent iniquities, strongholds that have been inherited from forefathers
(Act 3:26, Dan 10:13, 2 King 5:27). A warning that you have to deal with these
iniquities in order to be free. It can be a call to examine yourself for these
issues.


GRAPES [fruit,
cluster]


Refreshment:- Represents
refreshment and the provision of God (Hos 9:10).


Reward:- Can show that
the person will receive the fruit [reward] of his
labour (Luk 6:44, Amos 9:13). Fruitfulness (song 7:7).


Forgiveness:- Promise of
the forgiveness of sins (Judges 9:13, Matt 7:16, 2 Cor 1:20).


- Grape juice [wine]


Refreshment:-
Refreshment, joy and celebration (Zech 10:7).


Plenty:- Abundant wine
represents spiritual peace and plenty in provision (Zech 9:17).


Redemption:- Symbol of
redemption by the blood of the Lamb. The New Covenant (Mat 26:27-28; 1 Cor
5:7).


Holy Spirit:-
A symbol of the Holy Spirit within us (Ex 6:6-7).


Seduced to sin:-
Seducing someone and causing them shame (Hab 2:15, Nah 1:10). Causing someone
to sin (Dan 5:4, Dan 5:23).


Laziness:- Lazy and
unfruitful person (Is 55:11). Limits understanding (Hos 4:11).


Pride:- Pride and
self-righteousness (Is 5:21-22).


Seduction:- Can be a
warning that a person has a seductive nature and has shamed himself by his
activities (Hab 2:15; Nah 1:10).


- Grape press


Crushed:- Symbolic of
being crushed and destroyed and then to become part of something bigger and
more important and of greater value (Is 63:3).


- Drinking grape juice
with someone


Fellowship:- Symbolic of
fellowship, spiritual blessing, symbol of unity and friendship, brother/sister
in Christ (1 Cor 10:16-17).


- Blood-red
grape juice


Demonic presence:-
Blood-red grape juice can be a warning of the presence of a demonic or evil
presence.


- Green grapes


Wait some more:- It is a
caution that the time to receive your reward [or
forgiveness] has not arrived. You have to be patient and wait a bit
longer (1 Cor 1:7, John 5:3).


Sin:- It can represent
sin and sinfulness in a person (Deut 32:32).


- Grapes falling off


Neglect:- It shows
someone who feels that he is not getting the appropriate reward for his input,
or a warning that his venture is failing due to neglect (Deut 28:30).


- Sour grapes


Inherited sin:- Can mean
that the children are punished for the sins of the fathers, or that a person
will receive the righteous punishment for his sins (Ez 18:2, Jer 31:30).


GRAPEFRUIT [citrus,
pomelo]


Self-promotion:- It can
represent a person focusing on self-promotion (1 King 7:1).


Backsliding:-
Backsliding, leaven (1 King 11:6).


Bitterness:- A
grapefruit is bitter and has 13 segments. This number can represent bitterness
and rebellion (Gen 17:25).


GRASS LAWN


Health of relationship:-
This often shows the state of health in personal relationships, or God’s
seasonal [timeous] provision (Deut 11:15).


New season:- A fresh new
grass sprout can represent the beginning of a new season through the provision
and guidance of the Holy Spirit (2 Sam 23:4, Deut 11:15).


Fragility of life:- Can
be seen as a symbol of the vulnerability and brevity of human life (Is 40:6, 7,
Ps 90:5), or something or someone who is weak [fleshly or
worldly] and can be easily destroyed to wither away (2 King 19:26, Ps
129:6, is 37:27).


- Dried grass [chaff]


Discouraged:- Shows
someone who is severely discouraged and whose faith is as depleted as dried
grass that is used as fuel for a fire [spiritually dead]
(Mat 6:30, Mat 13:30, Luk 12:28).


Unacceptable works:- It
can be a warning that your works are not acceptable by God [can represent a call from God to commit yourself to the ways of
the Father] (Ps 1:4, Matt 3:12).


- Green grass


Comfort:- A place of
comfort and wealth (Mar 6:39, 1 Chron 4:40), or a person experiencing a season
of spiritual growth, and who is building good relationships (Ps 92:7, Job
5:25).


- Long, unkempt or
overgrown grass


Neglected relationships:-
Points to neglecting interpersonal relationships, or involvement with worldly
activities and thereby neglecting the relationship with God (Heb 2:3, 1 Tim
4:14).


- Mowing grass or lawn


Time with God:-
Shows that the person is actively spending time with the Lord, or other people,
in order the build and strengthen relationships (Phil 1:6, 1 John 1:3).


- Mowed grass


Mowed grass:- Mowed
grass can show that the person is taking care of his interpersonal
relationships, or his relationship with God (Amos 7:1-2).


GRASSHOPPER [locust]


Multitude:- Great and
powerful, many in number, mighty in strength. Might and multitude (Joel 1:6).
Numerous people moving regularly and orderly in large groups guided by wisdom
and instinct [Holy Spirit] (Prov 30:27, ex 10:13).


Edible:- Signifies that
which is edible and allowed to be eaten (Lev 11:22). Source of protein (Mat
3:4, Mar 1:6).


Overcome the enemy:- To
overcome the enemy (Is 33:4). Prepared to go into battle (Joel 2:4). Warlike,
swift, strong, and courageous (Job 39:21).


Orderly:- Orderly and in
submission to leaders (Joel 2:7).


Contention:- Disputes,
contentions, and quarrels (Rev 9:7-10).


Torment:- Torment as in
God’s judgment in the last days (Rev 9:3-4).


Calamity:- Great
consternation and calamities coming upon the land (Joel 2:10). Devouring and
consuming all in their way. Disease, plagues and pestilence (Ex 1:12-10, 1 King
8:37, 2 Chron 7:13).


Poverty:- Causing
scarcity and poverty (Deut 28:38).


Evil spirits:- Heathen.
A destroyer, demon, evil spirits, destructor of souls, ruined of kingdoms,
countries, cities, and towns (Rev 9:11).


Jumpy:- A person who is
easily frightened [jumpy] (Job 39:20).


- Armies of grasshoppers


Hardship and poverty:-
Wasting and consuming all in its way. Attack upon attack coming against you
until you feel that you have been utterly consumed.


Destroyer:- Destroyer of
crops and food, devouring all the blessing of the Lord in our lives (Joel
1:4-7, Jer 46:23).


- Green grasshopper


Devourer of finances:-
Devourer of finances, peace and fruitfulness (2 Chron 7:13).


- Grasshoppers leaving


Hardship over:- As
grasshoppers represents hardship and poverty, when it is shown to leave it
means that the time of deprivation is over (Joel 2:25).


GRAVE [open]


Death:- Warning of
someone’s impending death (2 King 22:20, Job 5:26).


GRAVEL


Solid and lasting:-
Gravel is used to cover dirt roads in order to make them level and lasting. It
can therefore show that your life, business or ministry is established in a
solid [God’s way] and lasting way (Luke 3:16, Mark
4:20, Joel 2:7).


Trouble:- Can refer to
afflictions, unpleasantness, and trouble caused by disagreements and sin (Prov
20:17, Ps 143:3).


Difficulty:- Can point
to stony ground that is unfertile and unfruitful, meaning someone is going
through a difficult time, experiencing hardships and little joy (Deut 8:15,
Mark 4:5).


GRAVEL PIT [pit
and quarry]


Receiving the Spirit:-
Source or place where the Holy Spirit can be received (Is 57:15).


Captivity:- Place of
captivity (Zech 9:11).


GRAVEL ROAD [road]


Solid and lasting:-
Gravel is used to cover dirt roads in order to make them level and lasting. It
can therefore show that your life, business or ministry is established in a
solid [God’s way] and lasting way (Luke 3:16, Mark
4:20, Joel 2:7).


GRAVEYARD [cemetery]


Settled:- It shows that
the issue that you are struggling with has already been settled and that you
should let go of it (Josh 9:15).


Let it go:- Do not
attempt to keep something alive that is dead and buried.


Not dealt with:- Can
point to iniquities or something that has not been dealt with.


Not accepted:- Even
though it has been settled you have not accepted the outcome (Luke 11:44).


GRAY [grey]


Unresolved:- It can show
that a matter has not been resolved or is unclear.


Uncertainty:- It can
also show the presence of confusion and uncertainty.


False doctrine:- It can
be a warning that the person is being deceived or influenced by false doctrine
(Jer 14:14).


Evil spirit:- Greyness
can also point to the presence of a deceiving and evil spirit that is clouding
the light of the Lord (Job 10:22, Amos 9:10). It can also point to the presence
of uncleanness,misleading and confusion1.


Lust:- It can also show
the presence of the spirit of lust (Num 11:34).


Double mindedness:-
Something that is grey is neither black nor white, which should point to double
mindedness or deception of the person (Hos 13:13, Eph 5:17, Ps 38:19).


GREEN [ra’anan]


Prosperity:- Green
represents fruitfulness and prosperity.


Blessed:- It therefore
shows that the person is blessed in all areas of his life [relationships,
spiritual life and finances].


Positive financial result:-
It often shows that the financial standing of a person will be positively
affected or can expect a fortunate financial outcome to a situation.


Peace of mind:- It is
also a peaceful colour which can show that the person has peace of mind and is
comfortably resting in the Lord (Job 15:31, 32, Deut 12:2).


Inexperience:- A young
or inexperienced person is normally referred to as being green [wet behind the ears] that can be a warning that the person
you are dealing with is not ready for bigger responsibilities or a position of
authority.


Envy:- Green can also be
a warning of jealousy or envy in your own life [green with
envy] or an envious person.


- Brilliant or emerald
Green [Judah]


Celebration:- This is
the colour of the stone of the tribe of Judah. Judah means to be praised and
celebrated.


Praise:- This can mean
that the person can expect praise and a celebration of his achievements (Gen
29:35).


Position of authority:-
As the tribe of Judah was ruling tribe it shows that the person can expect to
be placed in a position of authority (Is 22:21).


Confessing sins:- Judah
was repentant when he found Joseph to be alive which signifies that this colour
can also point to a repentant heart and willingness to confess your sins (Act
26:20).


Financial betrayal:- As
Joseph was betrayed by Judah, the presence of this colour can be a warning that
you are being betrayed or cheated in the area of finances.


Unease:- It can also
represent something that steals your peace of mind (Gen 37:23).


Do not trust in money:-
It can also be a caution not to trust in money and earthly riches.


- Pale Green [chloros]


Absence of Holy
Spirit:- The paleness
shows the absence of the Holy Spirit or the works of God in a financial
transaction (1 Tim 6:10).


Attack on finances:- It
is a caution that there will be an attack on your finances or on your
fruitfulness.


Warning to trust God:-
It can also be a call to honour the Lord with your finances as you are trusting
in money and riches and not in the Lord (Luk 14:16, Deut 8:18).


GRENADELLA [passion
fruit]


Poisonous:- The passion
fruit is poisonous when green which points to an inexperienced person that can
cause great damage if released too soon (2 Chron 13:7).


Sexual sins:- It can
also refer to sexual sin in a person’s life (Rom 1:27, Rev 2:14).


GREY [grey]


Unresolved:- It can show
that a matter has not been resolved or is unclear.


Uncertainty:- It can
also show the presence of confusion and uncertainty.


False doctrine:- It can
be a warning that the person is being deceived or influenced by false doctrine
(Jer 14:14).


Evil spirit:- Greyness
can also point to the presence of a deceiving and evil spirit that is clouding
the light of the Lord (Job 10:22, Amos 9:10).


Lust:- It can also show
the presence of the spirit of lust (Num 11:34).


Double mindedness:-
Something that is grey is neither black nor white, which should point to double
mindedness or deception of the person (Hos 13:13, Eph 5:17, Ps 38:19).


GROCERY STORE [shop]


Equipped to teach the Word:-
A place where a person can be equipped for ministry to teach the Word of God
(Prov 4:2).


GROUND [fallow]


Fertile:- Can symbolize
a fertile place where you can be established and prosper (Jer 4:3, Ez 26:16).


Hard work:- Symbolizes
that which is lowly, empty, and requires hard work to live, eat and stay alive
(Is 29:4, Is 47:1).


Punishment:- Can be
equalled to a place of punishment for the fallen-ness and sin of man (Gen 4:12,
Jer 14:4).


Heart of a person:- This
can refer to a person’s heart attitude and whether it is prepared to receive
the Seed of the Word of God1.


- Good ground


Insight:- Can point to a
person whose heart is filled with insight on the Word of God. The Seed will
fall on fertile ground (Mark4:26)1.


- Clay ground


Hard heart:- Clay refers
to fleshliness or a hardened heart. This will therefore represent a person that
is not open to receive the Word of God1.


GUARDS


Angels:- It can be the
presence of angels, appointed to guard and protect you (Prov 2:8, Luk 11:21).


Intercessor:- It can be
symbolic of an intercessor with a calling to stand in the gap for a person, a
city, or a ministry (Ez 38:7, 1 Tim 5:21).


GUARD RAIL [bannister]


God’s protection:- It
can be a promise of the Lord’s protection in a risky/dangerous situation (2
Thes 3:3).


Caution to be careful:-
Can be a warning for you to be careful as you may get into or be in a risky or
threatening situation (Is 8:7, Jer 42:19).


GUITAR


In control:- If you are
playing the guitar it shows that you will manage, or be in charge of, a person
or a group of people.


Working together:-
Working together towards a common goal.


Worship:- It can
symbolize praise, worship and harmony (Is 30:29, Jam 5:13, Ps 45:1, Is 5:1).


Prophetic calling:- It
can point to a prophetic calling (Ex 15:20).


Worldly influence:-
Guitar music can be associated with worldly and deceptive influences on people
(Dan 3:7).


- Broken guitar string


Not ready as worship leader:-
It can show that you are not ready to take up your role as worship leader, or
symbolizes disharmony (Is 30:29, Jam 5:13, Ps 45:1, Is 5:1).


GUM RESIN [galbanum]


Worship:- Worship,
praise, adoration, thanksgiving, choicest part, the best (Lev 3:16-17, John
5:44, Is 42:8).


Self-adoration:- Caution
against self-adoration.


Spiritually overweight:-
Can represent a spiritually overweight person [meaning that
he keeps the blessings to himself] (Lev 3:16-17, John 5:44, Is 42:8)


- Glued to ground


Worship:- It can show
that you are in a situation where you feel helpless and unable [or incapable] of resolving issues, but it can also point
to the manifestation of a spirit of fear, or being filled with guilt and
anxiety (Luk 10:41, Jude 1:12, Ps 38:18, Mat 6:27).


GUNS [bullets,
rifle]


Words:- Words. The more
powerful the gun the stronger the words. Words of direction (Ps 64:3).


God’s deliverance:- The
Word of the Lord’s deliverance (Job 6:4).


Attacks:- Guns and
bullets [in the place of the biblical bow and arrow]
signify an attack on a person in the form of criticism, insults, witchcraft and
accusations with the intention to destroy or hurt (Is 54:7). Enemy’s
destruction and attacks (Num 24:8).


Accusations:- Accusing,
fault-finding, bitterness, criticism. The rebellious words and malicious
purposes of people with evil intent against the righteous (Ps 11:2). Words of
accusation (Ps 64:3).


Righteous words:- The
mouth or words of the righteous (Is 49:2). The Word of the Lord’s deliverance.
Words of direction. In Scripture, the bullets or arrows [words]
of God are the apprehensions of His wrath. It pierces the conscience and pains
the receiver (Job 6:4, Ps 38:2).


God’s judgment:-
Figuratively speaking a gun represents the judgment of God against His enemies
(2 Sam 22:15, Deut 32:23, Ps 18:14, Zech 9:14).


Slanderous words:-
Slanderous, fault-finding, rebellious words and malicious purposes of people
with evil intent against the righteous (Ps 11:2).


Accusations:- Words of
accusation, bitterness and criticism (Ps 64:3).


Enemy attack:- Enemy’s
destruction and attacks (Num 24:8).


Lies:- Lies and deceit
(Jer 9:8).


- Broken gun


Unable to take control:-
Shows that the person is unable to take control of a situation [empty words, inability, weakness] (1 Cor 3:2).


Righteous person ignored:-
The rifle speaks of the instrument which brings forth [bullets]
words aimed at another. If it is broken it shows that the words of a righteous
person, or of encouragement and guidance, are not being heard, or is ignored.


Ineffective way of teaching:-
The way in which the message is conveyed is proving ineffective and this brings
a caution that you should find another way to convey it.


- Large calibre gun


God’s judgment:-
Figuratively speaking a rifle represents the judgment of God against His
enemies (2 Sam 22:15, Deut 32:23, Ps 18:14, Zech 9:14).


Word of judgment:- A
large rifle can therefore point to an important or strong word of judgment
which comes from the Lord or His prophet.


Sufficiently armed:- It
can show that the weapons of your warfare are sufficient to resist the enemy [you are sufficiently equipped] (James 4:7, Job 39:21).


- Pointing gun


Directed:- To be pointed
into the right direction.


Discernment:- To be
given wisdom and discernment as to the Will of God [can be
a prophetic message, or word of wisdom] (Prov 3:6, Ecc 10:10, 1 Chron
22:12).


Accusations:- It shows
that you are accusing someone, or are being accused, or blamed, for something
(Is 58:9).


- Gun pointing to the
right


Prepared for warfare:-
This shows being prepared to direct warfare [whether it is
an attack, judgment or criticism] away from God, self and others in
order to deal with the enemy (Gen 16:9, James 4:7).


- Gun pointing downward


Words spoken against yourself:-
Caution! you are in danger of shooting yourself in the foot.


Harming self:- Meaning
that through your actions or warfare [whether it is an
attack, judgment or criticism] you will cause harm to yourself and will
not add to resolving the issue (2 Sam 19:5).


Surrender:- It can also
show being prepared to surrender his warfare [whether it is
an attack, judgment or criticism] in order to resolve the issue in
another manner (Jer 21:4).


- Gun pointing upwards


Message:- Shows that the
person is pointing his attention or warfare [whether it is
an attack, judgment or criticism] to a higher authority, for example a
supervisor, manager, church leader or even God.


- Small calibre gun


Insufficient weaponry:-
It can be a caution that the weapons of your warfare are insufficient.


Prepare better:- Arm
yourself better with Scripture, fasting and guidance by the Holy Spirit to
equip yourself to resist the enemy (2 Cor 10:4, 2 Cor 6:7).


GYPSY


Vagabond spirit:- Can
symbolize the presence of a vagabond spirit [someone who
never feels that they belong somewhere], or spiritism and false prophecy
[divination] (Act 16:16).












H


HAIL


Return to God:-
It is a call from God to return to Him. God showing that he will not bless your
labour if you do not turn back to Him (Hag 2:17, Ex 9:25).


Selfish works destructed:-
Destruction of own and selfish works through God’s intervention.


Divine judgment:- The
7th plague [divine judgment] as a result of Pharaoh
not listening to God’s warnings [and the will] (Ex
9:18).


- Hail, fire and brimstone


Sin destroyed:- Burnt
up, barren, a sign of God destroying that which is sinful (Luk 17:29, Gen
19:24, Luk 17:29).


HAIR


Covering:- Hair
represents obedience, authority, covering and glory (1 King 1:52, Mat 10:30,
Luk 12:7, Heb 9:12).


- Black hair


Soundness:- A sign of
soundness and strength of nature (Lev 13:31).


- Grey or white hair


Dignity:- Crown of
dignity and honour.


Wisdom:- Wisdom,
discernment and maturity (Prov 20:29, Prov 16:31, Job 41:32).


Maturity:- Normally
represents a mature and wise person blessed with wisdom, experience and Godly
discernment (Ex 28:3, Prov 20:29, Prov 16:31, Job 41:32).


Vulnerable:- Can show
that the person is vulnerable and broken down [weakened]
by circumstances, sickness or age (Rom 14:1).


- Haircut


Returning to God:-
Moving back into God’s will. Returning to a position of honouring God. Getting
rid of religious traditions and bad habits1.


Ridding of sin:- Getting
rid of rebellion and sin (2 Sam 14:26).


- Hair growing back


Relationship restored:-
Restoring the relationship with God, returning to His ways (Num 6:5, Act
18:18).


- Hair on legs


Unclean spirit:- Can
point to an unclean spirit that weakens the person’s authority and purpose (Is
35:3, Ez 7:17, 1 Cor 8:9).


- Long haired man


Separation:- Obedience,
or a vow of separation (Num 6:5, Act 18:18).


Destructive nature:- Can
represent a person with a destructive nature who is rebelling against
authority.


Disobedient:- Not doing
God’s will [rebellious] (2 Sam 14:26).


Disgraceful:- Someone
disgracing himself (1 Cor 11:14).


- Long haired woman


Glorious:- Covering,
honour and glory of a woman31 (1 Cor 11:15).


In God’s
will:- Acting inside the will of God (Is 3:24, Luk 7:38, 1 Cor 11:15, 1
Tim 2:9, 1 Pet 3:3, Rev 9:8).


- White or grey hair


Dignity:- Crown of
dignity and honour.


Wisdom:- Wisdom,
discernment and maturity (Prov 20:29, Prov 16:31, Job 41:32).


Maturity:- Normally
represents a mature and wise person blessed with wisdom, experience and Godly
discernment (Ex 28:3, Prov 20:29, Prov 16:31, Job 41:32).


Vulnerable:- Can show
that the person is vulnerable and broken down [weakened]
by circumstances, sickness or age (Rom 14:1).


- Woman with short hair


Dishonourable:-
Involvement in shameful and dishonourable acts. Disgrace.


Uncovered:- A person
without covering.


Disobedient:- Can
signify someone who refuses to subject themselves to God’s instruction and
commands – not walking in his calling (1 Cor 11:5, 6).


- Shaving hair


Repentant heart:-
Symbolizes a repentant heart, and can therefore show that you are doing away
with the sin and filth in your life [fleshly nature]
(1 Cor 11:14).


Cut down:- To be cut
down by the enemy (Is 7:20).


Mourning:- Shows that
the person is mourning or feels severly let down and abandoned.


Humiliated:- Severe and
humiliating treatment (2 Sam 10:4-5, Lev 21:5).


Idolatry:- Some
religious people grow their hair long and then shave it all before offering to
idols. It can therefore also signify idolatry.


- Red hair


Passionate:- It can show
a passionate and dynamic person (Rev 12:3, Matt 16:3, Is 63:2), or represent an
idea, or person with ideas (2 Sam 1:24, Prov 31:21, Lam 4:5).


Jezebel:- Red hair can
be a warning against the presence of a Jezebellic spirit, being filled with
jealousy, deception and disruptive behaviour.


Anger:- It can show
someone who is angry, or experiencing feelings of hatred. It is also associated
with sexual iniquities, experiencing lust and perversion (Is 1:18, Rev 17:3-4,
Rev 18:12-16).


- Yellow [blonde] hair


Unsound:- From a
Biblical perspective, yellow or blonde hair can be regarded as a sign of
unsoundness [leprosy] (Lev 13:31).


Softness:- From a
natural perspective it can be seen as softness and gentleness.


- Washing hair


Returning to God:-
Moving back into God’s will. Returning to a position of honouring God.
Restoring honourable headship.


Ridding of sin:-
Symbolic of repenting of sin, getting rid of rebellion
and sin (2 Sam 14:26).


Relationship restored:-
Restoring the relationship with God, returning to His ways (Num 6:5, Act
18:18).


Presentable to God:-
Symbolizes the desire of a person to be more acceptable for the Lord. It can
also show that the person is doing away with sin and filth [fleshly nature] in his life (1 Cor 11:14).


Glory restored:- Hair
represents authority, covering and glory. A barbershop can therefore symbolize
a place where the glory of God , and your authority in Him, is restored (1 Sam
14:45, Rom 12:18, Job 39:12).


HAIR CURLERS [curlers]


Presentable to God:-
Symbolizes the desire of a person to be more acceptable for the Lord. It can
also show that the person is doing away with sin and filth [fleshly nature] in his life (1 Cor 11:14).


Self-effort:- Can show
that the person is attempting to bring the glory of God on them out of their
own effort.


Not subjecting:- Can
also signify a person who is not subjecting himself to the instruction and
commands of God – not in his calling (1 Cor 11:5, 6).


HAIR DRESSER OR HAIR SALON [barbershop]


Glory restored:- Hair
represents authority, covering and glory. A barbershop can therefore symbolize
a place where the glory of God , and your authority in Him, is restored (1 Sam
14:45, Rom 12:18, Job 39:12).


HALTER [bridle]


Subjection:- This can be
a warning that the Lord is calling you to subject yourself to Him so He can
steer you in the right direction (2 Tim 3:16, Ps 32:9).


Manipulation:- A halter
is used to manipulate and control.


Control:- It can
therefore show feeling controlled or manipulated or forced to submit to another
person’s will (1 King 5:16).


Disempowered:- Feeling
disempowered, told what to do and treated without respect (Ps 106:41).


HALLOWEEN


Spiritual idolatry:- It
is a pagan festival and represents spiritual idolatry.


Pagan activities:- It
can be a warning that the Lord does not approve of the idolatrous and pagan
activities that the person is involved in (Zech 9:7, 1 Pet 4:3).


















HAMMER


Word teaching:- Like a
hammer knocks in a nail to secure it, thereby fitting or fixing something, it
can symbolize the hammering in [teaching] of the
Word which secures you to our Lord and Father (Mat 4:23, Luk 5:17, Jer 23:29).


Breaking down resistance:-
It can also show the Word of God breaking down a person’s resistance against
coming to the Lord.


Unrepentant heart:- It
is a promise that even though the person’s heart seems hard and unrepentant,
the Lord will break that resistance and penetrate the walls which are keeping
His Word out (Jer 34:29) [keep on praying, he will be
saved!].


Destructive teachings:-
A hammer is used to break down walls or things that are already established and
can symbolize false and destructive teachings breaking down your security [your position] in the Lord (2 Pet 2:1).


HAND [fingers,
leaves]


Fivefold calling:- A
hand with 5 fingers can point to a calling to a 5 fold ministry (Hos 12:10).


God led:- Lord guiding
and directing your life (Hab 3:4).


Authority:- It can also
point to someone’s actions, how he organizes and handles issues (Is 35:3), or
represent power, authority and strength (Deut 34:12).


Works:- It can refer to
what a person does, his work, labour or service that he provides1.


Godless:- The godless
will be placed at God’s left hand at judgment day, and the righteous at His
right hand (Mat 25:33).


Foolish:- A wise man’s
heart is at his right hand, but a fool’s [evil] at
his left (Ecc 10:2).


Healing:- Hands can
represent healing [healing hands], or the way in
which the Lord is using someone to spread the Gospel. Can represent the leaves
of the Tree of Life which is for healing [physical,
emotional and spiritual] (Rev 22:2).


Do not slack:- It can be
a warning that you should not be slack in the Lord’s work (Zeph 3:16).


Do not be involved:- As
the hand is used to grab, or take hold of things for own use, it can be a
warning to not take, or involve yourself in things that are not from the Lord
(Gen 3:22).


God’s blessings:-
Beautiful and healthy leaves are the blessings of the Lord and show a
hardworking and productive person in the Kingdom (Dan 4:12).


Promise fulfilled:- It
can be a promise that what the Lord has promised will come to pass (Mark
13:38).


Covering sin:- Can
represent the covering [shame] of sin (Gen 3:7).


- Clinched hands


Jesus:- It can show that
the person is anxious or enraged (Mat 6:27).


- Hands trembling


Fear:- Shows that the
person is filled with fear, or has not dealt with a major shock, or fearful
situation.


Weakness:- It can also
point to weaknesses in a person’s life (Job 4:14, Job 21:6).


- Hands outstretched palms
up


Submission:- It shows an
attitude of submission and begging for comfort, or assistance, but can also
point to feeling helpless and unable to deal with issues, or it is a sign of
crying out for help and guidance (Mark 1:40, Act 16:9).


- Hands covering face


Shock:- Can show that the
person is experiencing shock and grief, or point to humiliation and shame (Ez
7:18, Ez 15:52).


- Hand over mouth


Consternation:- Shows
consternation and an inability to deal with a difficult situation (Dan 10:15).


Unable to speak:- Unable
to speak any further.


- Hand cut off


Purpose destroyed:- Can
show that the person’s ability to execute his purpose has been destroyed (Is
59:1, Num 11:23).


Inability:- Unable to
assist, or to save (Is 50:2).


Weakness:- Symbol of
weakness (Is 59:1).


- Hands praying [praying hands]


Spirit of poverty:- In
some instances images of two praying hands have been cursed to carry a spirit
of poverty and can thus be associated with the presence of a spirit of poverty.


Sexual sin:- If the
hands are held against each other with fingers and palms touching but with an
opening between the hands, it can symbolize the yoni [or
female genitals] as used in the occult [for sexual
sin].


Earnest prayer:- If a
person is on his knees with hands folded in prayer, it can symbolise a person
that is earnestly praying for divine guidance.


- Left hand


North:- In biblical
times the left hand represented the north (1 Sam 23:19, 1 Sam 23:24, 2 Sam 24:5).


Jerusalem:- This is
based on the Jewish belief that you bow down to Jerusalem [the
east] to pray towards God, which means that south is to your right and
north towards your left.


Subordination:- The left
hand normally means subordination, or of lesser importance (Gen 48:18).


Worldliness:- It can
represent worldliness and dependence on wealth and riches (Prov 3:16).


Godless:- The godless
will be placed at God’s left hand at judgment day and the righteous at His
right (Mat 25:33).


Foolish:- A wise man’s
heart is at his right hand, but a fool’s [evil] at
his left (Ecc 10:2).


- Misformed hands


Sinful works:- It can
point to the sinful works or activities of a person.


- Right hand


Will accomplish:- The
mighty instrument by which God’s will is accomplished (Is 45:23, Heb 6:13, Is
62:8).


Authority:- It can
represent God’s power and authority (Is 41:10), or leadership based on the
authority of God (Is 63:12).


Position of honour:- The
right hand normally represents a position of honour and privilege (Mat 20:23, 1
King 2:19, Ps 45:9).


South:- In biblical
times the right hand represented the south (1 Sam 23:19, 24, 2 Sam 24:5).


Fellowship:- The right
hand is normally stretched out in a greeting, or for fellowship and friendship
and can therefore show that the person is friendly and glad to see you [warmth and fellowship] (Gal 2:9, 1 Cor 1:9).


Power:- The right hand
is also the side of power and strength (Ps 60:5, Ps 63:8, Ps 108:6, Ps 118:15,
16, Ps 110:1, Mat 22:44, Mat 20:21, 23).


- Shaking hands


Agreement:- It shows
that the person will be entering, or concluding, an agreement, contract, or
covenant (Mal 2:5).


To greet:- To greet or
to welcome someone (Song 8:1, Gen 27:26, Gen 27:27, Gen 45:15, 1 King 19:20).


Friendship:- A sign of
welcome (Luk 15:20), or symbol of friendship, affection (1 Sam 20:41,


2 Sam 15:5, Gen 29:13; Luk 7:38, 45), love and Christian
brotherhood. (Rom 16:16, 1 Cor 16:20, 1 Thes 5:6).


Farewell:- To bid
someone farewell (Act 20:37).


Covenant:- Sealing of an
agreement or covenant [marriage] (Ps 2:12, Matt
26:49).


Reconciliation:- It can
also show that people have been reconciled (Gen 33:4, 2Sam 14:33).


Betrayal:- Betrayal (Mat
26:49, Luk 22:48, Mar 14:45). Can reveal a deceitful person (Prov 27:6).


- Transparent hand


Healing:- The healing
power of God burning through the flesh in order to allow His Holy Spirit to
touch and heal you (Act 4:30).


- Uplifted hands


Worship:- Praising and
worshipping the Lord, or raising pleading hands to Him (1 Tim 2:8, Ps 63:4).


Feelings of anger:- If
it is done in an aggressive manner it can be a warning that you are harbouring
feelings of hate and anger towards others (Prov 25:23).


- Wrought hands


Impatience:- Can point
to a person that is anxious, angry or impatient1.


HANDBAG [purse]


God our provider:- God
our provider (Hag 2.8).


Riches:- The promise of
earthly riches (Job 3:15, Job 22:24, Is 2:7, Mat 10:9, Act 3:6, Act 20:33, Rev
18:12), or also spiritual riches accumulated in heaven (Mat 6:19, Act 17:29, 1
Pet 1:7, 18, 1 Pet 3:3, Jam 5:3).


Treasure:- It can refer
to something of value [a treasure] such as your
values, character and identity1.


Worldly riches:- The
deception of the greed and riches of the world (Job 3:15, Job 22:24, Is 2:7,
Mat 10:9, Act 3:6, Act 20:33, Rev 18:12).


HANDCUFFS


Released:- Promise of
God that He will release you from captivity, or a reminder that you have been
freed from bondage and captivity (Zeph 3:20).


Confined:- Shackled,
tied up, confined and embarrassed.


Prisoner:- To be a
prisoner, or to be in the power of an enemy (Zeph 3:20).


HARBOUR [port,
jetty, docks]


Safe place:- A place of
safety against the storms and the attacks of the world (Deut 12:10).


Destination:- Arriving
at your destination or the place where the Lord wants to use you next (Acts
15:4).


Prepare for a journey:-
It can indicate that the Lord is preparing you for a journey or a new phase in
your life.


HARE [rabbit]


Quick return:- A
righteous person who will experience a quick return of the fruit of
righteousness (2 Cor 9:10, Ez 36:11).


Abounding love:- Can
indicate abounding love of one person for another (1 Thes 3:12).


Quickness:- Associated
with speed and quick reactions this can indicate that the person is quick to
react to what happens around them (Ezra 5:8, Ecc 9:11).


Frightened:- Can
indicate someone who is fearful, fainthearted and easily frightened, or
somebody who not ready to go into full-time ministry (Deut 20:8, Judg 7:3, Prov
20:21).


HARLEQUIN [clown]


Joyful person:- In a
positive sense it can represent a joyful person full of humour and joy that is
always prepared to encourage [build up] other
people.


Fun:- It is a person
that can see the fun side of life (Is 66:5, Prov 10:23).


Mockery:- It shows that
the person is making a mockery [mocking spirit] of a
certain situation or is humiliating himself.


Insincere:- The person
is not sincere in what he is involved with.


Rebellious:- It can also
point to a rebellious attitude in a person (Hab 2:6, Mark 15:31).


Falseness:- To be
comical and to make sport by playing ludicrous tricks18 (Hab 2:6, Luk 23:11).


Deceiver:- This colour
can be associated with satan, the deceiver (Act 5:3, 2 John 1:7).


HARLOT [prostitute,
whore]


Sexual immorality:- It
can show sexual immorality which has to be dealt with (Mat 5:32, Mat 19:9, Amo
7:17). Involvement in immoral activities and idolatry. Given to a worldly
lifestyle just for own personal gain. (Rev 17:5, Gen 38, Is 23:16)


Spiritual prostitution:-
A warning against the prostitution of your faith by submitting to the false
church [queen of heaven] (Rev 17:1). A warning
against the seduction of the world and a worldly lifestyle (Prov 6:24, Prov
7:10, Prov 29:3, Is 23:16, Jer 3:3, Jer 5:7, Ez 16:25, Deut 23:17).


Idolatry:- Can indicate
involvement in idolatry [submitting their faith to strange
teachings or idol worship], unfaithfulness and disobedience to God ( Jer
3:1-3 Amp).


HARP


Prophetic calling:- It
can point to a prophetic calling (Ex 15:20).


- Harp’s string broken


Not ready as worship leader:-
It can show that you are not ready to take up your role as leader, or symbolize
praise, worship and harmony (Is 30:29, Jam 5:13, Ps 45:1, Is 5:1).


HARVEST [reap]


Return on investment:-
The time has arrived to receive the return on your investment and to harvest
what you have sown (Mat 13:30, Job 4:8).


HAT [turban]


The type of hat may show the person’s attitude towards work or a
particular situation, such as an army hat which can mean that you must be
prepared for war (Ez 16:10).


Salvation:- Symbolic of
the promise of salvation as part of the armour of God (Eph 6:17, Is 59:17).


Holy Spirit
led:- Prepared to submit to the leading and protection of the Holy
Spirit (Ex 29:9).


Worldly submission:- It
can show the authority you are submitting yourself to, for example the world or
a specific person.


Dedication:- Symbol of
dedication [dedicated to the Lord, sports team etc.]
(Zech 6:11, Ex 28:2-4, Ex 29:6, Lev 8:6-9, Heb 2:8, Heb 2:9, Rev 4:4,10, Rev
5:8-14).


Authority:- Authority
and honour (Ex. 28:40, Ex 29:9, Ex 39:28).


Prepared:- Active and
well-prepared for the service of God. Anointed with the Holy Spirit (Lev 10:7,
Ps 45:7, Is 61:1, 1 John 2:27, Rev 19:8).


Protection:- Submission
to the spiritual authority and covering of the Holy Spirit (Ex 29:9).
Protection (Eph 6:17).


Salvation:- Hope of
salvation (Is 59:17). It can also refer to the covering under which you subtmit
[protection].


Subjection:- It can be
seen a mark of subjection. Subjection to the world or to a person. By wearing a
hat when praying in the Spirit you are dishonouring God (1 Cor 11:3-7).


- Black Hat


Mind-set of affliction:-
This can symbolize thoughts [mind-set] of affliction
and calamity (Job 3:5).


Worldly mind-set:- A
person whose mind is still guided by the world, or the enemy (Job 10:20-22).


Submitted to the unrighteous:-
Submitting to an unrighteous authority (Ex 29:9).


Clouded mind-set:-
Walking in darkness with a negative or clouded mind-set.


- White Hat


Holy Spirit
led:- A person under the leading and guidance of the Holy Spirit (2 Tim
4:13, John 19:2, 5, Ex 29:9).


Renewed mind:- A renewed
mind, under the Lord’s authority. Focusing on holiness, purity with a Godly
character.


- Sombrero


Uncaring attitude:- It
can show an uncaring attitude, e.g. towards your work, ministry, or sporting
activity (Prov 6:10, Is 5:27).


Resting:- Symbolizes
resting after a period of hard work.


HAWK


True prophet:- It can
signify a true prophet or a person flowing in the prophetic gifts (Job 39:26,
Acts 20:30).


Holy Spirit
led:- Allowing the Holy Spirit to lead you towards the correct financial
proposition.


Restoring strength:-
Sharp, victorious, fierce. Points to the restoration of physical and spiritual
strength (Ps 103:5).


Swift:- Symbolic of
swiftness. Swiftness, force and impetus during an attack (Deut 28: 49, Job
9:26).


Strength:- Strength [power of God].


Overcome difficulty:- To
overcome difficulty, or soar high above it.


Jesus:- The Holy Spirit
[or Jesus Himself] as the way which the hawk goes is
not known, nor can it be seen with the eye, yet it cuts the air but leaves no
track behind (Prov 30:19).


Aggressive person:- Can
point to an assertive, aggressive or unclean person who will steal the revealed
Word of God from His true prophets.


Stealing blessings:-
Something or someone trying to steal the Lord’s blessings (Deut 14:15).


Selfish:- Someone who is
selfish, takes things for granted, wants to receive provision and spiritual
growth without sacrificing anything [unthankful attitude]
(Gen 15:11) and who will benefit from the misfortune of others (Lev 11:18, Deut
14:13).


Caution:- Be careful
when you see a hawk while listening to a minister or preacher as what they say
may take you on a false and worldly path.


HAY [straw]


Weak foundation:- Shows
that the person is building on a weak foundation [not on
the Word of God] (1 Cor 3:12-13).


Spiritual dryness:- It
can also show that the person is going through a dry period in his spiritual
life [winter season].


Discouragement:- Shows
that the person is severely discouraged and whose faith is as depleted as dried
grass [hay] and used as fuel for a fire [spiritually dead] (Mat 6:30, Mat 13:30, Luk 12:28).


- Burning hay


Destruction of the wicked:-
The wrath of God burning unclean works, pride and wickedness to stubble (Mal
4:1).


Period of testing:- It
can also represent a period of testing and trial, or show that you have a lot
of anger burning in your heart.


HEAD


Blessing:- To be blessed
and anointed (Lev 14:18, 29).


Ordained:- To be
appointed to a position of authority. To be in charge (Eph 1:22).


Authority:- As Christ’s
brothers and sisters we have authority as children of God who is the Head of
the church. Therefore we are not subordinate to the world (Deut 28:13).


Head:- It can point to a
person who is your head. A supervisor, manager, husband, pastor or church
leader.


Wisdom:- Wisdom from the
Holy Spirit (1 Cor 2:16).


Rebellious:- Acting
without wisdom or being rebellious (2 Sam 18:9).


Soulish life:- Soulish
life guided by the mind, will and emotions.


- Anoint head with oil


Purification:-
Considerate provision, purification, blessing of God.


Calling to responsibility:-
To be appointed or called by God for a position of responsibility and authority
(1 Sam 16:13, Lev 14:18, 29).


Hospitality:- Can also
be seen as a sign of joy and hospitality (Ps 23:5, Ps 92:10, Heb 1:9).


- Bald headed man


Humility:-It can point
to humility (Lev 13:40-41).


Weak:- Can indicate
weakness, mourning, or humiliation (Jer 47:4- 5, 2 King 2:23).


- Bald headed woman


Humbled:- Disease, to be
degraded and humiliated. To be humbled and punished by God (Is 3:7).


- Blow or wound to the
head


Emotional attack:- It
shows that the person has suffered an attack or insult, on his emotions,
physical body, business, or career (Mark 12:4), but can also be seen as an
attack on the leadership [authority] of your
business, or ministry (Mark 15:19).


- Lay hands on head


Blessing:- Can be seen
as an act of blessing and affection.


Proclaim healing:- It
can also be the Holy Spirit telling you to place your hands on other persons’
head and to proclaim physical and emotional healing to them (Luk 4:40).


- Putting hands on head


Sadness:- This can be an
expression of sadness, grief, deep shame and mourning (2 Sam 13:19).


- Sword cutting off head


Evil authority destroyed:-
Shows that the power and authority of the evil one has been destroyed (1 Sam
5:4, 1 Sam 17:51).


Prophets attacked:- A
destructive assault against the prophets and apostles of the Lord (Mat 14:8),
or a religious spirit or demonic force out to destroy the authority and leaders
of the true church.


HEADPHONE


Hearing clearly:- It can
show that the Lord has sealed off your ears so that you can clearly hear the
message He has for you (John 10:16, 27).


HEARING AID


Discernment:- It shows
that the Lord will equip you to better hear and discern His Voice (Mic 6:9, Rom
11:8, Act 21:20, Act 9:7).


HEART


Courageous:- The heart
can represent emotional, physical, or spiritual, experiences which affect, or
are affected by, the body. A person with a “heart” can be regarded as
courageous (Ps 27:14).


Anger:- A hot or burning
heart shows anger (Deut 19:6).


Soul:- Heart can be a
description of the soul, or of moral, spiritual and intellectual life.
Sometimes heart means the mind (Num 16:28), or the conscience (Job 27:6, 1 Sam
24:5, 1 Sam 25:31).


Love:- It can also show
love in the Holy Spirit, or God’s love for you (Eph 3:16, Rom 5:5, Gal 4:6, 2
Cor 1:22).


Secure:- Confidence and
security in the Lord (Deut 8:5).


- Dark or hardened heart


Corrupt nature:- Can
point to a person with a corrupt [full of wickedness,
perverseness and iniquity] nature (Jer 9:26, Ez 44:7, Act 7:51, Ex 4:21,
Prov 26:23, Prov 11:20).


Disobedience:- Can point
to someone who refuses to obey the Lord (Ex 7:13).


Call to renewal:- Can be
a warning from the Lord to renew your heart [mind]
(Act 15:9, Ez 36:26, Gen 6:5, Gen 8:21).


- Heart attack


Quenching your passion:-
Can represent the enemy trying to quench the passion for the work of the Holy
Spirit in someone (Est 9:24, Ex 15:9).


HEAT


Passion:- Passion and
enthusiasm (James 5:17).


Burden:- Burden, trial
and persecution32 (Rev 16:9, Mat 13:6, Mat 20:12, Rev 16:9).


HEDGE [wall,
fence]


God’s protection:- This
can show having a fence [wall] of protection around
you and that you will not be overwhelmed. God our Hedge of protection (Is 26:1,
Is 60:18, Job 1:10, Job 3:23). Trust in the Lord and in His protection (Jer
15:20, Job 38:20). It can symbolize the Church as a protection to the nations
(Song 8:9-10). God’s ordinances as a protection to the Church (Song 2:9; Is
5:5).


Boundary:- It can also
show that you have reached the boundary [limit] of
the expansion of your ministry or business. If you continue with an export
drive you will not succeed (Jer 5:22, Job 26:10).


Place of safety:- Place
of protection and safety (Nahum 2:5, Zech 2:5). The New Jerusalem (Rev 21:12,
Rev 21:14, 17-21).


Salvation:- Salvation
(Is 26:1, Is 60:18).


Self-defence:- Someone
building a fence of defence around themselves, meaning they are hiding their
true self.


Separation:- Designed as
separation or partition between the children of God and the unsaved (Ez 43:8,
Eph 2:14).


Self-protection:- It can
be a symbol of own or self-protection, or refer to trusting things or people
more than trusting the Lord (Deut 28:52, Is 22:11). The rich man’s wealth which
he sees as protection in his conceit (Prov 18:11).


False doctrines:- False
or evil doctrines built around people by the church or ministry, to control or
manipulate them (Ezr 4:12, Job 24:11).


Obstacle:- Obstacle or
limitation. Can also be seen as an obstacle which prevents you from doing that
which the Lord has called you to do.


- Breach in the hedge


Exposed:- To expose that
which is hidden (1 Cor 14:25).


Spiritual insight:- The
Holy Spirit giving insight into a problem which could have caused you harm (Ex
31:3).


Weakness:- An opening or
weak place in your protection and defence that can be used by the enemy to
attack you (Ez 26:20, Is 30:13).


- No hedge


No protection:- To be
open to attacks from the enemy, not prepared for the challenges facing us in
the world on a daily basis (Deut 28:52, Neh 1:3, Neh 2:12-17).


HEEL


Crushing the enemy:- It
can represent an intervention by someone to destroy the works of satan, or
demonic actions coming against him [crush the head of the
serpent or enemy under his heel] (Gen 3:15).


Deception:- It can be a
warning that satan is trying to deceive you, or that someone is committing
treason against you (Gen 3:15, Rom 16:20).


Betrayed:- To be
attacked from behind, or to be betrayed (Gen 49:19, Job 18:9, Ps 41:9).


HEIFER


Peace offering:- Can be
seen as a peace offering (Lev 3:1, Lev 4:3, 14).


Content:- It shows a
happy and content person (Deut 25:4, Jer 50:11).


Abused person:- It can
also represent a person who can be abused, or misled.


Immature:- Someone who
seems mature but is actually helpless (Jer 46:20).


Rebellious woman:- A
rebellious woman (Jer 46:20).


- Backsliding heifer


Backsliding:- Someone
who is backsliding in their faith (Hos 4:16).


- Red heifer


Sacrificial:- Symbolizes
someone who is prepared to make sacrifices in order to be cleansed from his
sins and transgressions (Rom 6:23).


Argumentative person:-
It can show someone who is aggressive and prone to conflicts and arguments (Rev
6:4).


Sinful nature:- Can be a
person’s sinful nature (Is 1:18).


- Rosy red heifer


New beginning:-
Signifies a new beginning based on hope and the foundations God has provided
(Rev 21:20). God loves you, He is your first love. He has given His Son [heifer] as a sacrifice for your sins (Ez 28:13, Matt
22:37).


Own agendas:- Can be a
warning that your own agendas are more important than God’s priorities (1 Cor
1:18).


HELICOPTER [see
vehicles – airborne]


Imminent rescue:-
Helicopters are used in rescue efforts. It can therefore symbolize imminent
rescue from a difficult situation through divine revelation or intervention
(Gen 45:7, 1 Sam 30:8).


Works of the flesh:- A
helicopter does not soar in the air on wings but is forced upwards by power. It
can therefore represent works of the flesh, where you do your own thing.


Rebellion:- Can show
that your ministry is not guided by the Holy Spirit but strongly propelled by
the spirit of man. It can also be associated with rebellion (2 Tim 4:2).


- Black helicopter


Influence of the spirit of
darkness:- Influences of the spirit of darkness operating through human
efforts and man inspired ministries.


False promise:- False
promise of rescue (Job 24:17, Is 8:22).


HELMET


Salvation:- Symbolic of
the promise of salvation as part of the armour of God (Eph 6:17, Is 59:17).


Protection of your mind:-
It is a call from the Lord to submit your thoughts to Him for the spiritual
protection of your mind.


Understanding salvation:-
It can also show someone who understands and believes God’s salvation (1 Thess
5:8, Eph 6:17).


HEN [chicken]


Holy Spirit
protection:- The warmth and protection of the Holy Spirit (Matt 23:37).


Warm protective personality:-
Someone with a loving, caring and protective personality (Luke 13:34).


Complaining:- Shows
continuous nagging and complaining about everything (Prov 19:13).


Gossip:- Can also refer
to a person that gossips about other people1.


HENNA [red
dye]


Forgiveness:- Signifies
the blood of Christ spilt as a ransom for sin. Forgiveness, to cover, no
redemption price [free] (1 John 1:19, Matt 6:14-15,
1 Tim 2:6).


HERB


Adding taste:-
Seasoning, and adding taste to a situation (Gen 1:11).


Eastern religion:- It
can be a caution of an eastern religious influence [new
age, buddism] that is distorting the Word of God.


HIDING [corporal
punishment]


Teaching children:- A
person who cares for, and teaches his children (Prov 13:24).


Abusive person:- Aggressive
and abusive behaviour (Prov 19:19).


HIGHWAY [path
or road]


New path:- A connection
between one part or season of your life and the next one the Lord is taking you
to. It shows that the Lord is giving you direction, just hold on steadfastly to
your faith (Is 35:8, Hagg 1:5-7, Matt 26:41).


Discernment:- It can
point to wisdom and discernment given by the Holy Spirit (Is 40:14, Prov 2:9).


Righteousness:- Indicate
the path of righteousness (Is 26:7, Prov 4:26).


Life’s path:- The path
of life, unknown and movable (Prov 5:6). Your life’s path, your ways or
lifestyle (Ps 139:3, Jer 6:16).


The way of the Lord:-
Way, Truth, Life (John 14:7, Luke 24:32, Acts 8:26).


- Crossing the highway


New phase:- It can show
that you will enter into a new phase of your life [crossing
from one way of life to another] (Is 43:19, Heb 10:20, 1 King 11:29).


- Crossroad


Serious decision:- It is
a warning that you are at a place where you will have to make serious decisions
which will influence the rest of your life.


Call to intercession:-
It can be a call to fasting, prayer and/or serious intercession for the Lord to
guide and lead you (Is 58).


- Dead end highway


Change of direction:-
Points to a change of direction in your life (Is 43:19, Heb 10:20,


1 King 11:29).


Wrong way:- It can be a
warning that the way you are going will not be successful. It can even point to
the failure of a project, ministry or business (Act 5:38).


- Dirt road


Way of the world:- Way
of the flesh and the world, warning against ignorance and evil (2 Peter 2:22).


- Footpath


A new way:- A new way.
The place where you put your foot you can claim the land for the Lord.


Narrow way:- It can be a
difficult path, the narrow way (Ps 142:4) but it holds the promise that the
Lord will make a way in even the most difficult of circumstances (Is 43:16).


- Freeway


Connection:- A highway
is a connection between one part or season of your life and the next phase the
Lord is taking you to. It shows that the Lord is giving you direction and that
you will remain steadfast in your faith (Is 35:8, Hagg 1:5-7, Matt 26:41).


- Gravel road


Established on the wrong path:-
Gravel is used to cover dirt roads in order to make them level and lasting. It
can therefore show that your life, business, ministry is established on a solid
and lasting way [Gods way] (Luke 3:16, Mark 4:20,
Joel 2:7).


- Grassy road


Neglect:- Points to the
neglecting of interpersonal relationships or relationship with God and
involvement in worldly activities (Heb 2:3, 1 Tim 4:14).


- Highway under
construction


Be patient:- The Lord is
telling you not to be in a hurry (1 King 18:25). Be patient and do not strive
as He is preparing the way for you [to make it smooth and
clear] (Ex 14:13, Deut 19:3).


- Muddy road


Fleshly activities:- Mud
represents the things and ways of the world and fleshly activities therefore
this shows living a worldly and sinful life away from the ways of the Lord (2
Peter 2:22).


Traps of the world:- Mud
can also represent the traps of the world, busy-ness with worldly things,
circumstances and activities that keep you away from a relationship with the
Lord.


- Straight smooth highway


Prosperous way:- It
shows that the Lord will make your way prosperous and He will give you wisdom
and discernment through the Holy Spirit (Is 40:14, Prov 2:9).


Path of righteousness:-
It can point to the path of righteousness (Is 26:7, Prov 4:26).


- Tarred highway


Covering of your sin:-
The Lord is covering your sin and the ways of the world [the
gravel under the tar].


New phase:- He is taking
you to the next phase in your life and is also giving you discernment through
the Holy Spirit (Is 40:14, Prov 2:9).


Way of the Lord:-
A new path of righteousness (Is 26:7, Prov 4:26), the path of your life in the
Lord, immovably directed by Him (Prov 5:6, John 14:7, Luke 24:32, Hag 1:5-7, Is
35:8).


HILLS [mountain]


Nations of the world:-
Hills can represent the nations of the world, or the heads of the righteous and
their desire for the blessings of Christ [as it was on
Joseph] (Prov. 10:6).


Blessings:- Everlasting
blessings (Deut 33:15, Ps 89:36, Is 54:10, Ez 37:25, 26, Jon 2:6, Hab 3:6).
Blessings on the heads of the children of God and their descendants. [Abraham and Isaac, who are likened to mountains, exceed the
blessings of the four mothers, Sarah, Rebekah, Rachel, and Leah, who are
likened to the hills] (Gen 49:26, Hab 3:6).


- Riding uphill, in sand
or in mud


Difficulty:- This can
point to difficulty, worldliness or and effort to work out life’s difficulties
by your own effort. It can also refer to self-righteousness and religion.


HIPPOPOTAMUS


Dangerous:- A hippo
looks clumsy and passive, but is in fact a very dangerous animal that is
territorial, swift and aggressive.


Hidden danger:- It can
therefore point to an aggressive and powerful person, but can also represent an
evil spirit which is hidden under the surface [water spirit]
with the intention to destroy you, or your work (Jer 18:22, Luk 12:2).


HIPS [loins]


Prevailed:- It
symbolizes a person who has prevailed in an extended struggle with the Lord
(Gen 32:25-28). The proverb “joined at the hip” reminds us of a close
relationship [with a friend, close family member, or
brother or sister] (1 Peter 1:13, Gen 35:11).


Do not fight against God:-
It can be a warning! If you continue to fight the will of God for your life, He
will strike you [cripple you] in the area that you
regard as a personal strength [as with Jacob] (Gen
32:25-28).


Honest:- Symbolizes an
honest and trustworthy person (1 Pet 1:13, Is 11:5, Job 38:3, Eph 6:14),
readiness to serve, protect and enter into spiritual warfare (Ex 12:11, 2 Sam
20:8, Is 5:27).


- Left hip


Depending on own strength:-
It can represent a person who tends to depend on his own strength, and finds it
difficult to be faithful in relationships (Prov 25:19, Job 18:7, Amos 6:13).


- Right hip


Honest and productive:-
The right hip can represent an honest and productive person, faithful in
relationships and receiving strength from the Lord (1 Sam 2:35, Heb 10:23, Heb
3:5).


HOE [mattock]


Preparation:- It is used
to weed out unwanted plants, or prepare the garden for cultivation and can
therefore point to a help ministry, or a construction type of business.


Investigation:- It can
also point to a research, or an investigative project that will uncover that
which is hidden (Ez 16:37, Ez 23:29, Is 7:25, 1 Sam 13:1, 2 Chron 34:6).


HOLIDAY RESORT [resort]


Restoration:- It is a
call to make time to go to a place of rest and restoration where inner [emotional and spiritual] healing can take place through
the ministry of the Holy Spirit (Is 61:1-3, Ps 69:4).


- Mountain resort


Place of rest:- A place
or position of rest and restoration. To rest in the Lord and to refrain from
trying to do things in your own power (Ps 37:7, Ps 91:1, Is 14:3).


HOME [house]


Family roots:- It can
show someone who is rooted in his family, or community (Mat 6:21).


Identity:- It can also
represent a specific place that you identify with.


- Mobile home [caravan]


Travelling ministry:-
This shows that you may be involved in a ministry or business which will
involve a lot of traveling. You should not have too many things that tie you
down (2 Cor 8:19, Zech 1:17, Rom 10:15).


Transitional period:-
Can also point to a temporary and/or transitional period.


HOMOSEXUAL ACTS


Unacceptable relationship:-
It can point to a relationship that is not natural which the Lord does not
approve of [it can be with a business associate, a
ministry, or financial transaction], or to wilful disobedience to the
Word of God (Mark 7:8, Rom 13, Lev 18:22).


Ungodly soul ties:- A
homosexual dream can represent washing, or cleansing, by the Holy Spirit of
ungodly soul ties brought upon you by sexual advances from a homosexual person
(Ps 73:12).


HONEY


Healing:- Honey is
symbol of healing and can show that the Lord will heal you, or be a calling to
a healing ministry (Mal 4:2).


The Word:-
It can be likened to the Word of God [Bible] (Ps
19:9-10, 103), or be wisdom which is granted to you by the Lord (Prov 24:13 -
14).


Words of kindness:- It
can also be words of kindness which build up the children of God (Song 4:11,
Prov 16:24).


Enlightened eyes:-
Enlightened eyes.


Abundance:- It can be
the promise of the abundance of good things you will receive (Ex 3:8, 17, Lev
20:24, Num 13:27, Josh 5:6, Jer 11:5, Ez 20:6, 15).


Misleading words:- It
can represent a person who tries to mislead you with words and deceptive
actions (Prov 5:3).


- Eating honey


Faithful Word
study:- Shows that the person is faithful in reading the Word of God, or
receiving biblical teaching.


Receiving healing:-
Someone who receives physical, or emotional, healing from the Lord (Rev 22:2,
Prov 25:27, Jud 14:14, 1 Sam 14:27, Mal 4:2).


HONEYBEE [bee]


Commitment:- Can show
commitment and preparedness to achieving the team’s objectives (Num 25:13) by
liking to be involved in, working as part of, and defending the team.


Blessings:- A person
delivering blessings from God (Lev 20:24).


Healing thoughts:- Symbolic
of changing your mind-set to an attitude of healing and deliverance.


Holiness:- A call to be
holy in order to receive God’s promises 2 [promised land of
milk and honey].


Self-effort:- A bee can
represent striving and self-effort, continuously searching for, and collecting
worldly things.


Self-glorifying:- It can
also point to self-glorifying, or sharp words and thoughts which can hurt and
cause damage (Ps 118:12, Prov 15:27).


HORN


High position:- A horn
normally signifies a high position such as a king, president, city mayor, or CEO
of a company. It is a position of strength and authority (Zech 1:21, Zech
1:18-21, 2 Sam 22:3).


Anointing a person:- The
horn was used to store the anointing oil, therefore a horn, on its own, can
signify that the Lord wants you to anoint someone, or that you can expect Him
to anoint you (1 Sam 16:1, 1 King 1:39).


Salvation:- Salvation (2
Sam 22:3).


Promoted:- To be
exalted, to expect promotion (1 King 22:11, Ps 89:24, Ps 92:10, Ps 132:17, 1
Peter 3:8, Ps 75:10).


Ambition:- It can
represent someone who is very ambitious and who will stop at nothing to promote
himself to a position of power and authority (Ps 75:4, Amo 6:13).


- Goat’s horns


Taking authority by force:-
Taking a position of authority with force or in own strength (Amos 6:13).


Negative person:- A
negative person, or force, taking control (Rev 13:1, Dan 8:3-9).


Freemasonry:- It can
refer to Freemasonry, witchcraft, satanism and the anti-christ spirit1959.


- Two horns


Conflicting positions:-
Can show someone who has to choose between two conflicting positions of power
does not know what to decide (Dan 8:3, 6, Joel 3:14, Jam 1:9). It can also
point to two leaders.


- Single horn


Unity in leadership:- It
points to unity in leadership (Ps 133:1, Luk 1:69, Eph 4:3, 13).


- Sheep’s horns


Submissive leader:- A
meek and submissive person placed in a position of authority over the flock of
the Lord [Christians] (Gen 49:26).


Deceiver:- Warning!
Beware of the deception of the antichrist coming in the guise of Christ (Rev
13:11, Amos 6:1).


HORNET


Confusing the enemy:-
Miraculous intervention of God to drive out the enemy before you or bring
confusion among them (Judg 13:2, Lev 13:2, Ex 23:28, Deut 7:20, Josh 24:12).


Painful thoughts:-
Insects often refer to thoughts, therefore this can represent painful thoughts
or attacks from worldly people [Assyrians] (Is
7:18).


Blessing deliverer:- It
can show a person who can work as part of, and defend, his team. It can also
point to a person delivering the blessings from God (Prov 12:33, Lev 20:24).


Self-effort:- A hornet
can represent the striving and self-effort of a person who is continuously
searching and gathering material things.


Selfish thoughts:- It
can also point to self-glorifying, sharp and painful, or selfish and greedy,
words and thoughts (Deut 7:20, Ps 118:12, Prov 15:27).


HORSES


Formidable:- Something
or someone formidable, powerful and beautiful (Zech 12:4).


Royalty:- Can symbolize
royalty, position and strength (Job 39:19-25), or swiftness (Jer 4:13).


Spiritual warfare:-
Horses were traditionally used in battle and can therefore be a call to
spiritual warfare (Jer 5:8, Rev 19:11, Job 39:19). To prepare for warfare (Jer
46:4).


Strong enemy:- A strong
force or enemy coming against you (Zech 12:7).


Controlled:- A person
who is controlled [at the bit or reigns like a horse]
(Jam 3:3).


Vanity:- Can be symbolic
of vanity (Ps 33:17, Prov 21:31).


Trusting the world:-
Trusting the world [or own strength] and not God (Is
31:1, Ez 17:15, Hos 14:3).


- Armies of horses


Spiritual warfare:-
Horses were traditionally used in battle and can therefore be a call to
corporate spiritual warfare (Jer 5:8, Rev 19:11, Job 39:19).


- Black horse


Famine:- Symbol of
famine, mourning and distress (Rev 6:5).


Evil force:- A powerful
evil force preparing to attack you [spirit of darkness].


Accuser:- It can also
point to the accuser [satan] who is twisting around
words [false accusations, destructive judgment] to
your disadvantage and causing you to feel distressed and downhearted (Lev 6:3,
Jer 7:9, Jer 29:9, Prov 11:1).


- Blue horse


Divine revelations:- It
can be a call for you to give attention to a message from God, or a divine
revelation (Rom 16:25, Rev 1:1).


- Horse foal


Preparation for spiritual warfare:-
Being called, or prepared for a spiritual warfare ministry.


Leadership potential:- A
person with great leadership potential who but it will be some time before he
is established in such a position (Zech 12:4, Jer 5:8).


- Horse kicking or lifting
heel to kick


Betrayal:- It can be a
warning that you will be betrayed by someone in authority [or
a person that you trust] (Is 21:2, Is 24:16).


- Horses with reigns


Controlled:- Someone who
is being controlled [at the bit or reigns like a horse]
(Jam 3:3).


Vanity:- Can also show
that the person is vain and haughty (Ps 33:17, Prov 21:31).


- Horse rider


Leadership position:-
Can show that the person is established in a position of authority in a
business, ministry or government (2 Cor 5:6, Phil 1:6).


- Horses that neigh


Ready:- Ready to rush
into the battle, a mettled person, rage, pride, restiveness, outward agitation
(Ps 2:1).


Conflict with Jesus:-
A person that is prepared to be in conflict with Jesus (Rev 19:19).


- Pale horse


Death:- Represents
death, judgment, destruction, persecution (Rev 6:8-9).


Fall of a leader:- Can
point to the downfall of someone in authority [by death,
sickness or forced resignation] in a business, ministry or government
(Is 1:28).


Destruction:- A warning
of coming destruction and poverty (Prov 24:23, Rev 2:9).


Spirit of death:- It can
symbolize the spirit of death coming against you (Job 38:17, Ps 23:4).


- Red Horse


God’s jealousy:- The
jealousy of God for His people, announcing coming prosperity. One sent by God (Zech
1:8, 14).


Conflict potential:- It
can be a warning about the potential of conflict, or a dangerous situation
which can develop, or inner peace will be taken away (Rev 6:4).


Angry leader:- It can also
show someone in authority who is angry, or unhappy about a situation and is
preparing to take action against you (Mat 22:7, Jer 20:10).


Coming judgment:- Can be
a warning that judgment will come against you if you reject the covering of the
Blood of the Son (1 Cor 1:18).


- “False white” colour
horse


False religious worship:-
Can show that the person is being misled to worshiping false religions, or it
can represent self-righteousness (Mat 23:27).


- Rosy red horse


Foundation of hope:-
Signifies a new beginning based on hope and the foundations God has provided.
God establishing the foundations of His Kingdom (Rev 21:20).


God’s love:- God is
merciful and He loves you, He is your first love and therefore He must remain
your first priority (Rev 6:4, Ez 28:13, Matt 22:37).


- Flying horse [pegasus]


False teachings:- A
flying horse can indicate trusting false teachings and prophecies [fairy tales] and not the Lord.


Own abilities:- Such a
person would often trust in their own ability to resolve issues and not wait on
the Lord to guide and lead them (1 Sam 13:9-11, Is 30:16).


Spirits of the air:- It
can also point to the presence of spirits of the air (Eph 6:12).


- Sea horse


Hiding true nature:- The
fact that it is in the water [under the surface]
shows being hidden and therefore not easily seen [in the
natural] by an observer on the surface. The Lord is therefore warning
you that the person you are dealing with is hiding his true nature [easily swayed or influenced, not a strong personality].


Passive person:- Can
represent a passive type of person who hides his full potential [under the surface] seemingly not willing or able to deal
with issues or to work under pressure. A sea horse is passive and can easily be
swept away by currents.


- Well-fed
horse


Complacency:- It can
point to a person who has become complacent, or be a warning to remain alert to
the plans of the enemy (Is 5:17, Is 10:16).


- White Horse


Jesus:- Jesus, the
righteous one, warring in the Spirit on our behalf (Rev 19:11-21).


Victory:- To be crowned
with victory, to conquer (Rev 6:2).


Faithful person:- It can
symbolize a righteous person who is faithful to Christ and victorious in
spiritual warfare by the power of the Holy Spirit.


HOSEPIPE [pipe]


Spirit’s channel:- Shows
that the person is a channel for the Holy Spirit (Acts 9:15, Job 38:25).


- 3 Hosepipes linked
together


Doing God’s
will:- Fulfilment of the will of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit.


Fivefold Channel:-
Ability to be a channel for the fivefold ministry (1 Pet 4:11, Ps 103:21, Ez
44:11).


HOSPITAL [theatre,
ward]


Safe place:- It
represents a place of safety and restoration where those who are sick, weak,
lonely and helpless can find compassion and love (Ps 109:22, Luke 10:30, 33,
34, John 5:4).


Healing ministry:- It
can point to a calling to a healing ministry or for the establishment a haven
or shelter for the sick [physical, emotional and spiritual]
and broken-hearted (Is 61:1-3).


- Incomplete hospital


Not equipped with the Gifts:-
An incomplete hospital or one without x-ray and laboratory equipment can point
to a ministry that is not equipped with the gifts of the Holy Spirit.


HOT AIR BALLOON


Flowing in the Spirit:-
The balloon is filled with air and flowing in the wind [symbolizing
the Holy Spirit] meaning that you are being led by the flow of the Holy
Spirit in your career, business or ministry (Zech 4:6).


Call to be Spirit
led:- If you see the air-balloon but are not in it, it can point to a
call by the Lord to be Spirit led [get into the balloon]
and not on you own direction and pre-set ideas and strategies.


Controlling the Spirit:-
If you are controlling the direction of the balloon it shows that you are
attempting to control the work of the Holy Spirit by trying to do things in human
wisdom, understanding and intellect (1 Sam 14:19).


HOTEL


Restoration:- It can
represent a place of rest and recovery (Luk 10:34, Is 61:1-3, Ps 69:4).


Temporary:- It can also
tell you that the ministry, business or career that you are involved in is of a
temporary nature. Be prepared to move on when the Lord gives the call (Act
7:29).


Place of rest:- A place
or position of rest and restoration. To rest in the Lord and to refrain from
trying to do things in your own power (Ps 37:7, Ps 91:1, Is 14:3).


HOT WATER RESERVOIR


Time to act:- In a
business or workplace sense it can show that it is time to act, the resources
are already provided and that you can act.


Calling forth:- In a
spiritual sense it can show that you can proclaim and call forth that which you
are trusting the Lord for (2 Cor 6:2, Neh 2:6, Ecc 3:1).


HOURGLASS


Imminent:- It is only a
matter of time before something will happen. It is imminent. The time is near
(Is 49:8).


Time is running out:- It
is a matter of time before the wrath of God will be poured out on the
unfaithful (Ex 9:14).


HOUSE [home]


Life:- Represents a
person’s life [physical or spiritual], or a
business, family, church, or ministry (1 Cor 3:9; 1 Peter 2:5).


Roots:- It can refer to
the place where the person is rooted [belong] and
identifies with1.


Family:- It can refer to
a family [relatives, or a family of churches] (2 Cor
5:17, Jer 6:16, Mark 3:25).


- Clean bright house


Righteous church:- A
church, business, ministry, that is guided and directed by the Holy Spirit.
Shows that it is well run in righteousness (Prov 20:11, Ps 24:4).


- Farm house


Harvest place:- It can
show finding yourself in a place where the harvest [place
of fruitfulness] is being produced and therefore can symbolize the place
you are called to work, establish a ministry, build a church, or expand the
Kingdom of God (Gen 8:22, Mat 9:38, Rev 14:15).


Previous congregation:-
The foundational character of a farmhouse can refer to a previous employer,
business, or congregation (Jud 1:4, Mic 7:20).


- Ground floor of multi-storey house


Basic understanding of the Gifts:-
It shows that the person’s ministry is still operating at a basic level of
understanding of the Gifts of the Holy Spirit, or laying the spiritual
foundation of those he is ministering to (Ps 119:99, 1 Tim 1:7).


- House behind you


Leaving behind:- It
shows that you have turned your back to, left behind, a ministry, business, or
situation and is moving to something new (Gen 19:17, Is 38:17, Jer 8:4, Ez
14:6).


Past life:- Can refer to
a career or circumstance in the past, or issues from the past that must still
be dealt with.


- House built over
existing house


Expansion:- A church,
business, or ministry, that will use the existing structures to build, expand
and rejuvenate it (Ps 89:14, Is 44:28, Zech 4:9).


- House without roof


Open to reach God:-
It can mean that there is nothing that prevents you from communicating with God
[to pray to and to hear from Him] (Ps 3:4, Ps 6:8).


Inadequate planning:- It
can be a warning that your planning is inadequate and that you will not be able
to finish what you have started (Luk 14:28-30).


- House without a bedroom


Not released in the prophetic:-
Person not yet released in the prophetic.


- House trailer [mobile home]


Travelling ministry:-
This shows that you will be involved in a ministry, or business, which will
involve a lot of travelling. Don’t have too many things that tie you down (2
Cor 8:19, Zech 1:17, Rom 10:15)


- House basement


Hiding sin:- It can be a
caution that the person you are dealing with is hiding sin, or shortcomings in
his personality, or background, in the hope that it will not be discovered (Lev
4:13, Josh 7:21).


Suppressing trauma:- It
is also possible that they have suppressed a traumatic experience to such an
extent that it cannot be remembered any longer. The leading of the Holy Spirit
is needed for this to surface so that it can be dealt with (Is 28:15, Ps
102:20, Job 17:4).


- House with many levels


Levels of understanding:-
This represent different levels of understanding, or revelation. The higher the
house the higher the level of understanding or revelation of the prophetic
insights that the Lord is giving. This can be in respect of a business,
ministry or personal life (Eph 2:21).


- House on a hill


Teaching the nations:-
It can represent a ministry reaching out to the nations of the earth, which
freely flows in the gifts of the Spirit [on high places]
(Deut 21:13, 1 King 12:31, Ps 18:33, Prov 10:6).


- Kitchen in house


Place of preparation:-
It is a place of preparation [where the Word is prepared to
be taken to the world] (Nah 2:3, Eph 6:15).


Patience:- The Lord is
showing you to be patient as He is busy preparing you for your special ministry
or calling [it can be the knowledge of the Word, of Himself
or the Gifts of the Spirit] (Luk 23:45).


Worldly teachings:- It
can be a caution that you are exposed to worldly and fleshly teachings that will
take you out of the will of the Lord [especially if the
kitchen is empty] (Mar 13:6, Mat 24:11, Zech 13:4).


- Living room in house


Fellowship:- It is the
place where people normally gather to interact and commune or fellowship. It
would therefore symbolize a person with a need of companionship and friendship
(Rom 15:2, Gal 6:2).


- New house


Career change:- Shows a
change in career, starting a new business, or building a new ministry [other geographic area, or way of ministry]. It can also
point to relacation [moving].


Relocation:- It can also
show that the person can expect to relocate to another place, or be involved in
a new move of the Spirit (Rev 21:1, 5, 2 Pet 3:13, Hab 3:2).


- New wing to existing
house


Expansion:- It can refer
to the expansion of a new ministry in the congregation or a new are in your
life that the Lord reveals [gifts, ministry]1.


- Neglected, damaged or
dirty house


Not Holy
Spirit led:- A church,
business, or ministry that is not guided and directed by the Holy Spirit.


False religion:- Can
show the influence of false religions, New Age religion or idolatry (Jer 23:1,
Mat 23:15).


- Old house


Inherited blessings:-Points
to righteous areas in a person’s life that was inherited from his forefathers,
or to inherited blessings (Deut 28).


Traditional church:- It
can represent a traditional [conservative] type of
church.


Iniquities:- Perversity
and iniquities [inherited sins] (Hab 1:3, Deut 28).


- Old house in good
condition


God’s way:- Refer to a church or congregation that is rooted in
the Word of God [pure doctrine].


- Old house being
demolished


Repentance:- Repenting
of perversity and iniquity and therefore bringing it under the merciful grace
of Jesus Christ (Hab 1:3)


- Panelled room house


Comfort:- It represents
comfort and luxury (Hag 1:4).


Selfishness:- Can be a
caution that the person is selfish and self-centered (Hag 1:4).


- Second floor of multi-storey house


Ministering the Gifts:-
This shows that the person has received, and is ministering in the gifts of the
Holy Spirit (Mar 14:15, Rev 1:1).


- Third floor of a multi-storey house


Flowing in the Gifts:-
This shows that the person is flowing freely in the Gifts of the Holy Spirit
and is receiving revelations in the Spirit (1 Cor 15:40, Heb 3:1, Heb 11:16).


















HUG


Acceptable:- Shows being
accepted, welcomed back, or very much appreciated, in a relationship, workplace,
family, or a group (Luk 15:20, Song 2:16).


HUNGER


Desire for God:-
It shows a great desire to learn more of the Word of God and the functioning [gifts] of the Holy Spirit (Ps 34:10, Lam 2:19).


- Starvation


Lack of God’s
Word:- Shows a lack of
exposure to the Holy Spirit, the teaching of the Word, or reading the Bible
(Deut 8:3).


Laziness:- It can point
to laziness and idleness in a person’s life (Prov 19:15).


HURRICANE


Miracle:- Can represent
miracles such as Elijah who was taken up into heaven (2 King 2:1, 2 King 2:11),
or an act of God to untwist your perverse nature and change you to a God
fearing person.


God’s voice:- The voice
of the Lord speaking to you (Job 38:1; Job 40:6).


Christ’s return:- It
sometimes illustrates Christ’s return (Is 66:15), but can also point to the
sudden destruction of the wicked (Ps 58:9, Prov 1:27, Is 17:13, Is 40:24, Is
41:16, Jer 30:23, Ps 107:29).


Power of God:-
Power and vengeance of God (Nah 1:3, Job 37:9, Jer 30:23, Is 21:1, Zech 9:14,
Ez 1:4, Jer 23:19, Jer 30:23, Jer 25:32, Jer 30:23).


Evil presence:- Shows
the presence of evil (Jer 25:32).


Calamity:- Can signify
calamity, distress and anguish (Prov 1:27, Is 5:28, Jer 4:13).


Twisted nature:- Signifies
the fruit of a life of sin and vanity [twisted nature]
(Hos 8:7).


Scattering:- To scatter
and make desolate [make unusable] (Zech 7:14).


HUSBAND


Agreement:- Can
represent a covenant, or an agreement (Ps 19:5, Is 62:5).


Position of authority:-
A person with authority who commands and instructs (Prov 1:8, Gen 50:16, Prov
6:20).


Tender hearted:- Someone
considerate, self-restrained, tender and familiar (Luk 11:7, Eph 6:4).


Jesus:- It can be a
representation of Jesus Christ (Is 54:5, Luk 5:34, 35), and/or Him as our
Bridegroom (Matt 9:15).


- Ex husband


Past agreement:- Can
refer to a contract or agreement, entered into in the past.


Recurring error:- A
reminder of a mistake that you made in the past which can recur if you are not
careful (Ps 77:5, Ecc 3:15, Gen 3:16).


World1:-
It can refer to worldliness or your past life before you were saved.


HYENA


Coward:- A cowardly
person benefiting from the misfortune of others (Lev 11:18, Deut 14:13).


Negative person:- A
person with a negative nature, continuously murmuring, complaining and focussed
on previous hurts.


Selfishness:- Such a
person is often selfish, takes things for granted and wants to receive
provision and spiritual growth without sacrifices [scavenging
and unthankful attitude] (Gen 15:11).


Backsliding:- It can
point to someone who is backsliding, or who has inappropriate thoughts and
attitudes towards others.


Un-renewed mind:- Not
willing to renew your mind, or to grow spiritually in order to progress in
life.


Stealing blessings:-
Something or someone trying to rob us from the blessings of the Lord.


HYPNOTISE


Witchcraft:- Can show
involvement in witchcraft, or a sect, teachings, or with a person who controls
other people to the extent where they are not able to make their own decisions
[or escape from it] (1 King 16:19, Is 29:9, 1 King
20:16).


HYSSOP


Cleansing:- The Lord is
bringing His cleansing water through the Holy Spirit and purifying you (Lev
14:4, 6, 51, 52, Num 19:6, 18).


Purification:- It can be
compared to the purification that we have received through the suffering of
Christ (Ps 51:7).


Sins washed away:- The
promise that God has washed your sins away completely.
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ICE


Predictable:- Shows that
someone is predictable or reliable [like snow in winter]
and will deliver what he has promised (Prov 25:13).


Promise delayed:- Water
is a symbol of the Holy Spirit and snow [frozen water]
can therefore symbolize the blocking or delay of the functioning of the Holy
Spirit. It can show that the Lord is holding back the promotion or position of
authority [not revealing it] until the person has
adhered to certain spiritual principles or conditions [or
God’s timing] (1 John 3:2, 1 Pet 5:1).


Clean heart:- Can show a
clean heart [purity and righteousness] and being
cleansed from sin (Is 1:18).


Holding back:- To hold
something back [not revealing it].


Not trusted:- Shows that
someone is not welcome, or cannot be trusted [slippery].


Hurting words:- It can
also represent cruel or hurting words, untrue friends (Job 6:16) or a winter season
in person’s life (Ps 4:1, Act 27:7). A hard saying (Joh 6:60)1.


- Dirty ice


Sin:- Can show
uncleanness [sin] in a person’s life (Is 57:10, Tit
1:15).


- Block of ice in road


Blocking of the Holy
Spirit:- Water is a
symbol of the Holy Spirit, snow and ice [frozen water]
can therefore symbolize the blocking or delay of the functioning of the Holy
Spirit.


Promotion delayed:- It
can show that the Lord is holding back promotion or position of authority, [not revealing it] until certain spiritual principles or
conditions have been adhered to (1 John 3:2, 1 Pet 5:1).


ICE CREAM


Favour:- It can
symbolize the promise of the favour and provision of the Lord which will be
released as you warm up to [approach] Him (Ps 5:12,
Prov 16:15).


God’s Word:-
It can also show receiving small portions of the basic principles of God’s Word
(1 Pet 2:2, Heb 5:12).


INCENSE


Prayer:- Praise, prayer
and intercession33 before God (Ps 141:2, Is 60:6).


INDIGO [violet]


Great value:- Something
perfect and of great value (Ez 27:7, 24).


Presence of Christ:-
The presence of Jesus Christ revealed in your life (Deut 5:24, 1 Pet 4:13, Rev
19:10).


INSECTS


Industrious:- Insects
can symbolize someone who is industrious, busy and constructive (Prov 6:6, Prov
30:25, Judg 14:8, Ps 118:12, Is 7:18).


Thoughts:- The fact that
they can fly everywhere can be compared to a person’s thoughts.


Irritations:- An insect
is normally associated with something small, irritating, unclean, contemptible
and mean (Lev 11:23, Lev 11:24), e.g. lice (Ex 8:16, Ps 105:31, Ex 16:20). It
can therefore indicate irritation due to small things going wrong and causing
discomfort, or distractions and delays (1 Sam 24:14, Ex 8:22, Ecc 10:1, Is
7:18, Mat 23:24).


Lack of concentration:-
It can also show difficulty to focus and concentrate on one thing at a time [thoughts going every which way].


Unresolved issues:- It
can be a warning that there are small unresolved issues which are causing
destruction in your business or ministry (Ps 78:46, Is 33:4, Joel 1:4, Nah
3:15, Nah 3:16).


INSURANCE


Conservative:- Points to
a person who hedges his bets, and plans very carefully and conservatively when
making decisions (Deut 2:4, Deut 6:3, 2 Sam 22:3).


INTERNSHIP


Disciple:- It can point
to someone that looks up at you for advice, protection and discipling (Is 9:15,
2 Sam 16:20).


Mentor:- It shows that
the person is prepared to be mentored [discipled] by
a spiritual father or mother (Mar 8:38).


INTERSECTION


Place of decision-making:-
It is a warning that you are at a place where you will have to make serious decisions
which will influence the rest of your life.


Call to fasting:- It can
be a call to fasting, prayer and serious intercession for the Lord to guide and
lead you (Is 58).


INTESTINES [bowels]


Grace:- It can represent
the grace and mercy of God (Zech 12:10) [it can point to
forgiveness and restoration after someone has denied Freemasonry and broke the
covenant of his intestines that will be cut out and fed to the birds] .


Spiritual centre:- A
person’s spiritual and emotional centre (Prov 20:27, John 7:38).


Sensuality:- It can also
point to sensuality and a person’s appetite (Phil 3:19) or the presence of
fornication and lust (1 Cor 6:13).


IRON and BRASS


Strong person:- It can
illustrate that the person is powerful and strong and not easily defeated (Dan
2:33, 40).


Harsh:- To be dealt with
harshly (Ps 2:9). It can show that the person is stubborn and difficult to deal
with (Is 48:4).


Struggling:- A person
struggling, severely afflicted and in difficult circumstances (Deut 4:20, Ps
107:10, Deut 28:23, Deut 8:9).


Judgment:- Judgment and
destruction of sinful people (Rev 2:27, Is 48:4).


Unrepentant:- It can
also be a hypocritical person with an unrepentant heart (1 Tim 4:2).


IRONING


Improvement:- To help
someone develop and improve (Is 28:25, Prov 27:17). This can be in the form of
teaching, exhortation or reconciling the person with God again.


Problem solving:- Can
show that the person is busy resolving [correcting]
problems [business, ministry, relationships, emotions]
(Eph 5:27).


Make it easier:- To make
things easier for someone. Shows that the Lord cares for you and is busy making
things easier for you (Is 40:4, Is 45:2).


ISLAND


Safe place:- It can
represent a place of safety after a turbulent, or difficult time (Ps 107:13, Ps
80:7).


Lifesaver:- It can be a
call to a lifesaving ministry (Ps 106:8).


Isolated:- Can show
feeling isolated, lonely and separated from other people [a
pariah] (Lev 13:46, Num 11:14).


- New island


New opportunity:- Can
represent a new job, career or opportunity for someone who has been unemployed
for a long time.


ITCHING


Deceiving spirit:-
Warning of the presence of a deceiving spirit. Not comfortable with the truth
(1 King 22:22).


IVORY


Strength:- Symbolic of
beauty and strength34 (Ps 45:8, Amos 3:15).


Compassionate:- A person
experiencing the love, grace, mercy, pity and compassion of Christ to the sons
of men (Song 5:4, 14).


Beauty and strength:-
Ivory is used to manufacture beautiful ornaments and can therefore be
associated with beauty and strength20 (Ps 45:8, Amos 3:15, Heb 4:16).


Business Calling:-
As ivory was traditionally symbolic of trading, it can be associated with
trading in durable and luxury goods (2 King 10:22, 2 Chron 9:21, Ez 27:15, Rev 18:12).


Kingship:- Symbolic of
kingship [to be on a throne] and therefore denotes a
calling to leadership and a position of authority (1 King 10:18, 2 Chron 9:17,
1 King 1:37, 2 King 25:28, Gen 41:40, Deut 17:18, 2 Sam 7:16)21.


To be judged:- In the
same way that ivory is associated with a throne, rulership and kingship. It can
also refer to a person brought before the throne judgment (Ps 9:4, 7, Ps 122:5,
Prov 20:8, Matt 19:28).
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JACKAL [fox]


Cunning:- A jackal can
represent someone who is cunning, sly, deceitful and who will probably cause
you harm when you least expect it (Neh 4:3, Luke 13:32).


Untrustworthy:- It can
be a warning about an untrustworthy person.


JACKET [waistcoat,
blazer, coat]


Baptised into Jesus:-
Shows that someone is being baptized into Jesus Christ (Gal 3:27).


Lord’s favour:- The
favour of the Lord. Covered by the favour of the Lord which brings feelings of
decency, warmth, being loved and comforted (Job 31:20).


Anointed:- Anointed for
a prophetic office or given authority (1 King 19:19, 2 King 2:8, 13, 14).


Righteousness:- To be
clothed with the armour of God. To have a righteous heart. It reveals the heart
of someone who lives righteousness in a practical manner (Prov 31:13).


Qualified for the task:-
Symbolic of a person that is qualified for the task [ready
to be released].


Authority:- It is also a
symbol of belonging or symbol of authority [in the Name of
Jesus] (Gal 3:27 John 19:2, 5).


- Brown leather jacket


Abusing authority:- This
can show abuse of a position of authority to benefit own or personal interests,
or building own image to benefit own or personal interests (1 Sam 13:14).


- Evening jacket


Promotion:- An evening
jacket is a special garment that is only worn at special occasions. It can
therefore show that the person will be raised up [promoted]
by the Lord and given a position of honour and dignity (Gen 49:3, Ps 45:13).


- Goat or camel hair
jacket


Humility:- Symbolic of a
very humble person, denying himself worldly benefits (Mat 3:4).


Poverty spirit:- Can
indicate the presence of a poverty spirit (Mat 3:4).


- Jacket with elbow
cushions


False prophet:- It is a
caution that the person is a false prophet. Promising peace that will not come
(Ez 13:10, 18).


- Leather jacket


Provision:- Jackets of
skin can be seen as God’s providing for us even though we have sinned (Gen 3:21,
Heb 11:37).


- Purple jacket


Clothed in authority:-
Purple is a symbol of authority. The purple jacket can be likened to the coat [jacket] that Jacob gave Joseph as a symbol of his love and
affection. A purple jacket can therefore indicate that the person feels loved,
clothed in authority and joy (Gen 37:3).


- Torn jacket


Grief:- It points to
grief, shame and confusion (Ezra 9:3).


- White leather jacket


Honoured:- It shows that
the Lord will honour your humility, wash away your sins and place you in a
position of authority [righteousness in Christ] (Dan
4:34, Is 59:17).


- Woollen jacket


Diligence:- Can point to
a diligent person, or someone called to a pastoral ministry (Prov 27:26, Prov
31:13).


Praise:- Garment of
praise for the spirit of heaviness (Is 61:3). It also represents glory and
beauty (Ex. 28:40). God’s covering and protection (Gen 3:21).


Loot:- Disfigurement,
loot (John 19:23. Job 30:18).


JAIL [prison]


Trapped:- It is a cry to
the Lord to free the soul of someone trapped in iniquity (Ps 142:7).


Bondage to sin:- A
person who is held in bondage [darkness] by sin and
iniquity (Is 61:1, Is 42:7).


Judgment:- A symbol of
judgment and condemnation [or addiction] (Is 24:22).


Addiction:- It can
represent addiction [to alcohol, sex or drugs].


JAILBIRD [prisoner]


Persecuted:- Can be a
warning that you will be persecuted for your faith (Heb 2:15).


Prison ministry:- It may
also indicate a call to a prison ministry (Mat 25:35).


Bondage:- People who are
trapped in iniquity and held in bondage [darkness]
by sin and iniquity (Is 61:1, Is 42:7, Ps 142:7).


JAR [vase]


Frailty:- It can
represent the frailty of man (Job 10:9, Jer 18:6).


JASPER [gem]


Passion for Christ:-
It can represent a very passionate and enthusiastic person, or symbolize a new
foundation [Christ] (Rev 21:18, 19).


Transparency:- Shows
that the person is precious and transparent (Rev 21:11).


Glory of God:-
It can also represent the presence and glory of God (Rev 4:3).


JAW


Strong:- It can show
that the person is tough and strong, or the power of the Holy Spirit will
enable you to destroy the evil one [the enemy] (Judg
15:15, Is 30:28).


Evil:- It can represent
the power of an evil person (Job 29:17, Prov 30:14), or point to bondages in a
certain area of a person’s life that will cause him to be disempowered and not
able to function freely (Hos 11:4).


JEREMIAH ANOINTING [anointing]


Prophet to the nations:-
This refers to someone who is appointed as a prophet to the nations (Jer 1:5).
Such a person will be God’s mouthpiece to proclaim His righteousness which will
impact countries and people groups, and even though they experience hostility
and opposition they will not be overcome as the Lord will always be with them
(Jer 1:19).


Humility:- A humble
person, but used powerfully by the Lord. They may fall into despair, negativity
and/or depression, but the Lord gives them divine strength that cannot be
overcome by any hostile power (Jer 1:18).


JERICHO


Fragrance:- It means
place of fragrance, or sweet smell [meaning that you are in
a relaxed and pleasant place] (2 King 2:19).


Miraculous:- It can
symbolize the Lord’s miraculous intervention [destroying
strongholds] to give you victory in areas where you did not think it
possible (Josh 24:11, Deut 34:3).


JERSEY


Diligence:- Can indicate
a diligent person, or someone called to a pastoral ministry (Prov 27:26, Prov
31:13).


Praise:- Garment of
praise for the spirit of heaviness (Is 61:3). It also represents glory and
beauty (Ex. 28:40). God’s covering and protection (Gen 3:21).


JERUSALEM


Peace:- The name means
place of peace, or to be in possession of peace. Can show that the person is at
peace with what he has, or where he is in his life (Lam 2:15, Jer 3:17, Heb
7:2).


Local church:- Many
churches refer to their local congregation as Jerusalem and thus it can also
refer to your involvement in the local church.


JET SKI


Spirit filled person:-
An Individual involved in a Holy Spirit ministry (John 12:24, Gal 6:4).


JETTY [wharf]


Safe place:- A place of
safety against the storms and the attacks of the world (Deut 12:10).


Destination:- Arriving
at your destination or the place where the Lord wants to use you next (Acts
15:4).


Prepare for a journey:-
It can indicate that the Lord is preparing you for a journey or a new phase in
your life.


JESUS


Love:- Jesus represents
love, light, deliverance, healing and forgiveness. A vision or a dream of Jesus
is a precious and wonderful experience where He talks directly to you (Rev 1:1,
Rev 22:2, Phil 3:9-11).


False christ:- Beware of
the false christ who wants to mislead you. Test the message and instructions
against the Word of God (1 John 2:18).


JEWEL/JEWELRY [see
also gems]


Spiritual gifts:- It can
show that the person is blessed with precious spiritual gifts (Prov 17:8).


Precious:- Represents
someone [or something] precious and expresses
fondness (Mal 3:17).


Commitment:- A symbol of
commitment to marriage, an agreement or commitment (Gen 24:53).


Love:- Token of love (Ez
16:11-13).


Wisdom:- A person with
wisdom and knowledge (Prov 20:15).


Idolatry:- Jewels can
also show pride, self-glorification and idolatry in a person’s life1.


- Jewel in a crown


Prominence:- Can show
that you will be placed in a high and prominent position, and will then be
presented to the world (Zech 9:16).


JEWELRY SHOP


Training in the Gifts:-
It can point to a place where leaders are trained and equipped with the gifts
of the Spirit in order to prepare them to occupy prominent positions (Prov 17:8,
Mal 3:17).


JOCKEY [horse
rider]


Fast pace:- Person of authority
in a business or ministry which is involved in a fast paced or intensive
process.


Spiritual warfare:- It
can also point to spiritual warfare that will happen over a short period of
time and will result in a definite outcome [conclusive
result] (Eph 1:6).


JOGGING [running]


Speedy progress:- To run
can symbolize speedy progress, and can therefore mean you are moving along
speedily by the Spirit (Acts 3:6, Gal 5:16-18, 22, 25, Gal 6:1-8, Rom 8:11).


Walking in the flesh:-
Trying to get by on your own efforts, walking in the flesh (Gal 5:25, Gal
6:1-8).


Fleeing:- It can also
the person is running away from salvation, or fleeing from something in fear.


JORDAN [river]


Descend:- The name means
to flow downward, or to descend [to die with Christ]
(1 Thes 4:16).


Judgment:- It is also
known as the river of judgment [showing that the person is
in a position where his actions and works are being judged] (Rev 20:13).


Death of self:- It is
also the place of death [to self and own interests]
(2 King 2:5, Mark 1:9).


JOSEPH ANOINTING


Increase:- The name
means to increase.


Prophetic anointing:-
This is a leadership anointing with a strong prophetic flow in dreams and
visions (Deut 13:1).


Deliverance:- In the
same way that Joseph was delivered from the hand of the enemy it can show that
a person with this anointing will also flow in deliverance and restoration
ministry (Is 61:1). A person with this anointing will probably be persecuted by
those near to him, but will always overcome by the grace of God (1 Pet 2:9, Rom
16:13).


JUDAH ANOINTING


Celebration:- It refers
to the tribe of Judah. Judah means to be praised and celebrated.


Praise:- This can mean
that the person can expect praise and a celebration of his achievements (Gen
29:35).


Position of authority:-
As Judah was the firstborn it shows that the person can expect to be placed in
a position of authority (Is 22:21).


Confessing sins:- Judah
was repentant when he found Joseph to be alive which signifies that this colour
can also point to a repentant heart and willingness to confess your sins (Act
26:20).


Financial betrayal:- As
Joseph was betrayed by Judah, the presence of this colour can be a warning that
you are being betrayed or cheated in the area of finances.


Unease:- It can also
represent something that steals your peace of mind (Gen 37:23).


Do not trust in money:-
It can also be a caution not to trust in money and earthly riches (1 Tim 6:10).


JUDGE [magistrate]


Actions judged:- Shows
that the person is in a position where his actions and works are being judged
(Rev 20:13, Is 33:22).


Accountability:- It can
be a reminder that you will be held accountable for your actions, or represent
a person in authority [such as CEO, supervisor, church
leader etc.] (Ps 75:7).


Critical:- In a negative
sense it can point to a critical, accusing and judgmental person who is abusing
his position of authority (1 Pet 3:16).


JUNGLE


Difficult to survive:-
Can point to a difficult environment to survive in [it’s a
jungle out there], or show that the person is in circumstances where he
finds it difficult to survive (Act 19:29, Jam 3:16, 1 Cor 14:33).


















JUNKYARD [scrapyard]


Destroyed:- Shows that
someone’s business, ministry or personal image, has been destroyed completely
(Hos 4:6, Joel 1:18).


JUPITER


Heathen ruler:-
Symbolizes the rulership of the heathen world which is the true opposite [or opposition to] to the Kingdom of God (Act 14:12-13).
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KANGAROO


Protective:- Can speak
of a caring and generous person who is very protective towards those who are
vulnerable and weak (Ps 40:17, Luk 10:34).


Argumentative:- A
difficult and obstinate person who jumps to conclusions and easily gets into
arguments (Job 6:25, Gen 49:6).


KEYS


Responsibility:- Keys
represent authority over, or responsibility [the type of
key indicates the type of responsibility] for, something [for example the key to the city, or office. A key to a church can point to pastoral responsibility or keys to
a safe, that you will receive financial responsibilities] (Is 22:22).


Access:- It can also
indicate access to information, secrets, or revelations that others do not have
access to (Luke 11:52), or show that the Lord will open a new door [opportunity, wealth] for you (Is 43:19, 1 John 2:8).


Jesus Christ:-
Jesus has the key to everlasting life1. It can be regarded as revelation knowledge
of everlasting life (Rev 3:7).


Key person or issue1:-
Keys open [reveal] that which is hidden or locked
away. It can therefore point to a key person, knowledge or wisdom about an
issue that unlocks the meaning or understanding (2 Tim 2:7).


KEYBOARD [piano]


Worship:- It can
symbolize praise, worship and harmony (Is 30:29, Jam 5:13, Ps 45:1, Is 5:1), or
point to a prophetic calling (Ex 15:20).


KICK [a
ball]


Deliver a message:- The
Lord is using you to deliver a personal message to someone else (Ex 10).


Argument:- It can also
show that you are giving another person the opportunity to debate an issue or
to take part in an argument (Job 6:25).


KIDNEYS


Cleansing:- A kidney
separates urine from the blood, which can point to the cleansing of a person’s
innermost being (Heb 1:3).


Servant:- It can also
represent a waiter [servant], or point to protection
[holding them back from making mistakes] (Job 16:13,
Lam 3:13, Rev 2:23, Ps 139:13).


It can indicate an important person, or someone who has inherent
qualities of excellence (Deut 32:14).


Integrity:- It also
symbolizes the deepest inner [most hidden] integrity
(Ps 139:13, Job 16:13) and moral [thoughts and emotions]
nature, or conscience [reins] (Ps 16:7, Ps 73:21,
Jer 12:2) which keeps you from sinning.


- Left kidney


Conscience:- It can
represent a person’s conscience [reins] making him
conscious of his own sins and trespasses (Ps 16:7, Ps 73:21, Jer 12:2).


- Pressure on the kidney


Water spirits:- Can
point to the presence of water spirits [see crocodile].


- Right kidney


Protection:- It can
point to protection [holding back from making mistakes]
(Job 16:13, Lam 3:13, Rev 2:23, Ps 139:13).


KING [mayor,
president, ruler]


Territorial authority:-
It can be guidance to remember your responsibility to rule over your own
household [territorial authority] (Matt 24:45).


The Lord:-
It can be a representative of Jesus Christ, the King of kings, (Rev 19:14, 16).
The Lord God Almighty (Rev 15:3).


Intellectual superiority:-
It can point to someone with intellectual superiority.


Senior person:- In
business it can point to someone in a very senior position [CEO] or the owner of the business (Gen 14:18).


Elder:- It can also
refer to an elder, or the head of a ministry or congregation (Gen 14:18).


Counsellor:- The
traditional idea of a mayor [king] was a counsellor,
consultant or a judge and can therefore refer to a calling as a counsellor or
consultant (Is 48:28, Mic 4:9, Is 9:8).


Building the Kingdom:-
The role of king in the establishment of the Kingdom of God is regarded by many
as financiers to build the Kingdom. A vision or dream of a king [especially if you see yourself as the king] can point to a
call to be a provider of finances for the work of the Kingdom (1 Tim 5:8).


Control:- Someone who
exercises unchecked control over people who subject themselves to him, or an
evil and destructive ruler (Rev 9:11, Gen 10:8-10).


KISS


Agreement:- Can
symbolize the sealing of an agreement or covenant [marriage]
(Ps 2:12, Matt 26:49).


Greeting:- To greet or
to welcome a person (Song 8:1, Gen 27:26, Gen 27:27, Gen 45:15, 1 King 19:20),
a sign of welcome (Luk 15:20).


Adoration:- It can also
show adoration (Ps 85:10, Prov 24:26 Ez 3:13, Est 13:13, Luk 7:38, Luk 7:45).


Love:- Friendship and
affection (1 Sam 20:41, 2 Sam 15:5, Gen 29:13, Luk 7:38, 45), or friendliness (Mat
26:48, Mar 14:44, Luk 22:47). Symbolical of love and Christian brotherhood.
(Rom 16:16, 1 Cor 16:20, 1 Thes 5:6). Can be a promise of love or a love
relationship (Song 1:2)


Union:- Union and holy
love (2 Cor 13:12, 1 Thes 5:26, 1 Pet 5:14).


Farewell:- To bid
someone farewell (Act 20:37).


Worshipping God:-
Shows that you are receiving biblical instruction, or worshipping God.


Reconciliation:- It can
also show reconciliation between people (Gen 33:4, 2 Sam 14:33).


Falseness:- Can
symbolize feigning love [false person] (Prov 7:13),


Idolatry:- Idolatrous
practices (1 King 19:18, Hos 13:2, Hos 8:5, 6, Job
31:26, 27), or someone who respects or adores idols (1 King 19:18, Hos 13:2, Ex
34:15, Job 15:35, Num 25:2, Deut 16:22).


- Kiss on hand


Self-humiliation:- Indicates
self-humiliation or abasement (Ecc 29:5). In eastern countries it is a symbol
of submission and respect to a superior.


Requesting a favour:- It
can also show that the person wants to ask for a special favour.


Idolatry:- Kissing an
image, a hand or an idol, can show idolatry or idol worship (1 King 19:18, Hos
13:2).


- Kiss on cheek


Betrayal:- To be
betrayed [Judas kiss] (Mat 26:49, Luk 22:48, Mar
14:45) or a deceitful person (Prov 27:6).


- Blowing a kiss


Temptation:- It can be
seen as sexual enticement or invitation1.


KITCHEN


Place of preparation:-
It is a place of preparation [where the Word is prepared to
be taken to the world] (Nah 2:3, Eph 6:15).


Patience:- The Lord is
showing you to be patient as He is busy preparing you for your special ministry
or calling [it can be the knowledge of the Word, of Himself
or the Gifts of the Spirit] (Luk 23:45).


Worldly teachings:- It
can be a caution that you are exposed to worldly and fleshly teachings that
will take you out of the will of the Lord [especially if
the kitchen is empty] (Mar 13:6, Mat 24:11, Zech 13:4).


Planning:- In the
kitchen all kinds of food [word knowledge] is
planned for and prepared. It can therefore be regarded as a place of planning,
brewing up all kinds of ideas reflecting your heart’s intent1.


KNEES


Adoption:- Knees can
also be associated with adoption [Jacob with Joseph’s
children] (Gen 48:12, Gen 50:23, Ps 2).


Surrender:- It can show
that the person is surrendering himself [soul, will and/or
emotions] to someone or something other than the Lord (Ruth 4:16).


- Left knee


Bow the knee to the world:-
The left knee refers to submission to that which is from the natural [world].


Idolatry:- Can show
involvement in idolatry [bowing down to other gods, own
interests or other religions] (Num 25:2, Judg 2:12, Ex 20:5, Josh 23:7,
2 King 17:35).


Undermined:- It can
signify someone who feels undermined by people whom he trusts. The person can
feel that his authority is undermined, causing him to feel weakened, defeated
or dishonoured.


- Right knee


Spiritual submission:-
Refers to spiritual submission [bowing knee before the Lord].


Strength:- Can be seen
as a symbol of strength (Job 4:4, Heb 12:12).


Submission:- To kneel
can show an attitude of prayer and submission to God (1 King 8:54, 2 Chron
6:13, Ezr 9:5, Dan 6:10, Act 7:60, Act 9:40, Act 20:36).


Worship:- To pray and to
worship God (Ps 95:6, Is 45:23, Eph 3:14).


Respect:- Can also be
seen as a symbol of honour and respect (Gen 43:28, 1 King 1:16, 1 King 1:31, 1
Sam 20:41).


- Sit on knee


Need for comfort:- Shows
a need to be cared for, comforted and to belong (Job 3:12).


Adoption:- It can be a
confirmation of having been adopted by Jesus as a son or daughter (Rom 8:15).


- Not kneeling


Rebellion:- Shows that
you are stubborn and not submitting to God.


KNEELING


Submission:- To kneel
down on your knees show submission and subordination to the Lord (Is 45:23, Rom
14:11, Phil 2:10).


Respect:- An attitude of
honour, respect, worship, prayer and submission to God (1 King 8:54, 2 Chron
6:13, Ezr 9:5, Dan 6:10, Act 7:60, Act 9:40, Act 20:36).


KNIFE [dagger,
sword]


Word of God:-
It can symbolize the Word of God or the power of the Holy Spirit (Titus 1:13).
Sharp, penetrating, piercing between the soul and spirit, joints and marrow, the
inmost recesses of the mind, thoughts and intentions, separating fleshly and
spiritual attitudes (Jud 7:20, Heb 4:2-3, 12).


Gospel of Jesus:-
Gospel of Jesus Christ bringing healing, restoration, joy, life and abundance
(Heb 4:12).


Deliverance:-
Deliverance (Deut 32:41, Ps 17:13, Hos 11:6, Zech 13:7).


Judicial power:- It is
the symbol of judicial power [God’s power and authority]
taking the lives of the condemned (Ps 17:13, Rom 13:4, Zech 13:7).


God’s protection:-
Protection of the Lord (Gen 3:24, Josh 5:13). Judgment against those
persecuting His children.


Revelation:- Revelation,
to reveal and to clear (Rev 1:16).


Intention to hurt or cause
harm:- It is an instrument with which to cut and can therefore indicate
the intention to cut, hurt, injure and humiliate another, or be a person
feeling hurt, injured, rejected, betrayed or humiliated.


Malice and dishonour:-
Can symbolize the tongue as a vessel of malice and dishonour (Ps 57:4, Prov
25:18).


Stirring discontent:-
Words inflaming slaughter and discontent (James 3:6). A fierce and warlike
attitude stirring others to war and discord. Critical words, evil intent and
verbal attacks (Gen 27:40).


- A person with a sword in
his hand pointing downwards


Teaching ministry:- This
can point to a teaching ministry or a person teaching the Word of God.


- Dark sword


Harmful words:- Negative
words spoken against someone with the intent to harm, criticize and curse (Ps
57:4, Prov 25:18).


- Knife used wrong


Abusing the Word
of God:- To use a sword
incorrectly can point to abuse of the Word of God [or
interpreting it wrongly, false teachings] (Rev 2:15-16).


- Stabbing [with knife]


Separating:- Sharp,
penetrating, piercing between soul and spirit, joints and marrow, the inmost
recesses of the mind, thoughts and intentions, separating fleshly and spiritual
attitudes. (Jud 7:20, Heb 4:2-3, 12).


Revelation:- Revelation,
to reveal and to clear (Rev 1:16).


To hurt or humiliate:-
It can point to someone who intends to cut, hurt, injure and humiliate another,
or who feels hurt, injured, rejected, betrayed or humiliated.


Malice:- Can symbolize
the tongue as a vessel of malice and dishonour (Ps 57:4, Prov 25:18). Words
that inflame, slaughter and bring discontent (Jam 3:6). Critical words,
persecution, evil intent, verbal attacks (Gen 27:40).


Warlike:- A fierce and
warlike attitude stirring others to war and discord.


Judicial power:- A
symbol of judicial power [God’s power and authority]
taking the lives of the condemned (Ps 17:13, Rom 13:4, Zech 13:7).


- Yellow or red knife


Words of anger:- Words
spoken in jealousy and anger which hurt and destroy (James 3:6).


KOALA BEAR


Strong character:- It
can show a quiet and reserved person, although he looks vulnerable and clumsy,
he has an inherently strong character and the ability to rise to high places [position of revelation and authority]. Strength of
character (Amos 5:19, 2 Sam 17:8).


Hidden bitterness:- Can
symbolize a person, or situation, that looks clumsy and non-threatening but who
can be angry, bitter and can even dangerous under the surface. (2 Pet 2:1).


Focus on past:- It can
characterize someone who hides away from circumstances and would often focus
more on the past than on the present or the future (1 Sam 17:34, 2 Sam 17:8).


Double-mindedness:- The
black and white colouring can point to double mindedness or deception,
therefore be cautious if you see [or dream of] a
koala bear when taking serious financial decisions (Job 9:9).

LABORATORY


Flowing in the gifts:-
It can be a place where you are being prepared to flow in the gifts of the
Spirit [healing, prophecy, discernment, etc.] 35
(Heb 2:4, Eph 4:8).


LABYRINTH


Lost:- Shows that the
person is struggling to find their way, or is still lost to the Kingdom of God
[seeking salvation] (Mat 13:45, Ps 17:7, Luk 19:10).


Occult practices:- It
can be a warning of occult practices as it is used by occult groups as a symbol
or centre of occult practices.


LADDER [stairs
]


Jesus:- It can also
symbolize Jesus Christ who connected earth to heaven as the Son of man,
Redeemer and Saviour (Gen 28:12, John 1:51)35.


- Ascending ladder


Spiritual promotion:- If
you are ascending or moving up the ladder it shows that the Lord is promoting
you to higher levels of spiritual maturity in the spiritual realm [gifts of the Holy Spirit]. You will move without any
effort from yourself (2 King 2:14, 1 Peter 2:5, Gen 28:12).


- Descending ladder


Spiritual demotion:- Can
be a warning that you are moving to lower spiritual levels [legalism, traditionalism]. It is a caution for you to
spend more time with the Lord to maintain your level of spiritual maturity (1
Sam 13:11).


- Fireman’s rescue ladder


God will make a way:-
You can relax and trust the Lord as He will make a way out of a very difficult
situation (Ps 138:7, Prov 20:22, Is 35:4).


LADYBIRD [Ladybirds,
ladybug, Mary beetle ]


First thought:-The
ladybird is one of the first insects [thoughts] that
make their appearance in spring. It can therefore symbolise the first thought
that comes to mind or an idea for a new season in your life (Ecc 3:1, Lev
26:4).


A new season:- It brings
the expectation of the end of a period of difficulty (Luk 21:36) [In the same way that spring brings the promise of better weather
and brings to end the winter period].


Fortunate:- It can
represent good fortune or a person that is fortunate (Jam 1:25, Jam 5:11).


Good news:- It is often
regarded as “God’s messenger” announcing good news to come (2 Sam 18:27, 1 King
1:42) or the provision that is expected, is imminent (Gen 42:25).


Destruction of fruitfulness:-
It can be symbolic of the presence of a force or influence that has a
destructive impact on fruitfulness and prosperity [such as
a warning of a serious flaw in a production process, or a disease that affects
flocks or harvests. Ladybirds are herbivores, and
can be very destructive agricultural pests].


Sharp and stinging verbal
response:- It can be a warning of a person that gives an unexpected and
strong verbal response when confronted or when threatened (Ps 52:2. Ps 45:5). [Mechanical stimulation (such as by predator attack) causes
“reflex bleeding” in both larval and adult ladybird beetles, are known to spray
a toxin that is venomous to certain mammals and other insects].


Polluting influence:-
Can represent the presence or negative influence that affects the peace and
presence of the Lord (Ps 57:4, Prov 28:15) [The presence of
ladybugs in grape harvests can cause ladybird taint in wines produced from the
grapes].


LAKE [water
]


- Crossing the lake


Shows that you will in some way or the other, be involved in a
prophetic ministry (Rom 16:26, 1 King 19:16).


- Small clear lake


Move of the Spirit:-
Prophetic movement of Holy Spirit (Is 41:18).


- Swimming in lake


Functioning in the Spirit:-
To function or flow in the prophetic (Jer 23:28).


LAMB


Jesus:- Can represent
Jesus, the Lamb of God (John 1:29, 36).


True follower:- Someone
who is prepared to pay the price for Jesus (Act 8:32). A true follower of Jesus
(John 10:3). It generally represents the children of God.


Innocence:- It can point
to innocence, meekness and vulnerability (Zech 11:7, 11, 16).


Sacrifice for sin:- A
symbol of a sacrifice to atone for sin (Gen 22:8, Ex 12:21, Is 43:23).


Humble person:- It can
point to a humble person with a pure heart, prepared to be obedient and to
follow Jesus where He leads (1 Pet 1:19, John 1:29).


Vulnerable:- Can
represent vulnerability or someone who is being victimized, oppressed and
unable to defend himself (Zech 11:7, 11, 16, Jer 11:19).


Unsaved:- An unsaved
person who is ready to join the flock of Jesus Christ.


LAMP [candle
]


God:- God is the Light
of this world [presence of the Spirit of God and His
influence on believers] (Ps 20:27, Matt 5:17).


Driving out sin:-
Driving out sin by the light of the Lord (Zeph 1:12).


Christians:- Christians
are called to be a light in the world and to drive out sin by the light of the
Lord (Zeph 1:12, Prov 20:27, Ps 119:105).


Salvation:- Salvation
(Is 62:1).


Sin revealed:- To reveal
sin (Jonah 3:10). Lamps can also reveal false light [Spirit
of this world].


Word of God:-
The Word of God can be represented by a light shining in a dark place (1 Cor
4:5, Ex 25:31). Illumination [Rhema Word] of the
Word by the Holy Spirit (Heb 9:2). Saving grace of the Lord shining like a lamp
in the darkness [sinful lives] (Is 62:1).


Prophetic revelation:- A
light can show that the Lord is giving you a prophetic word [revelation] (1 Sam 3:3). Can also symbolize the spirit of
prophecy (1 Sam 3:3, 1 Cor 4:5, Ex 25:31). A Rhema Word illuminated by the Holy
Spirit (Heb 9:2).


- Blue lamp


Heavenly revelation:-
The heavens are blue and it therefore relates to heavenly revelations and
visitations.


Godly message:- It can
be a call for you to listen to a message from God, or a divine revelation.


Holy Spirit:-
The Holy Spirit (Judg 13:25, Num 4:7). Keep faith, even if you struggle, for
the Lord is fighting for you, victory is near!


Idolatry:- Idolatry (2
King 10:29).


Downhearted:- A person
can be feeling “blue” meaning downhearted or depressed.


- Burning lamp


Prophetic calling:- A
burning lamp can show that the Lord is giving you a prophetic word, or is
calling you to be a prophet (1 Sam 3:3).


satan:- satan can appear as false light
[spirit of man].


- Covered lamp


Not using your gifts:- A
lamp that is covered shows not using the gifts that the Lord has given you (Mat
5:15).


- Dying lamp


Disobedience:- If the
lamp dies due to an inadequate oil supply it can point to disobedience to the
instructions or call of God (Mat 25:10).


Backsliding:- Falling
back into sin or misrepresenting the Word of God (Is 8:20, Is 50:10, John
11:10).


- Lamp light flickering in
the wind


Vulnerable:- This shows
feeling vulnerable and unable to stand against the storms coming against your
life (Ps 28:8, Ez 7:17).


- Lamp stand


Achieve through His
anointing:- The Lord says not to attempt to do anything by might or by
power, but let it be accomplished by the anointing of His Holy Spirit in order
to achieve superabundantly above what we think is possible (Zech 4:2-7, Rev
2:5, Rev 1:12).


LAND [country,
nation ]


Provides context:- Try
to identify the outstanding characteristics the particular nation or country
stands for [especially to you] in order to
understand what it symbolizes [for example Switzerland can
symbolize timeousness and neutrality. Germany can symbolize detail and
organized living. Scotland stinginess and the USA wealth and democracy].


Where you are:- It can
refer to the physical, or emotional, place you find yourself in now, or to
where the Lord has called you to, at this stage. The place to dwell and do the
good works the Lord has called you to do (Gen 1:9-10, 1 Cor 7:20).


Correction:- It can show
that the Lord does not approve of the person’s fleshly and worldly ways and
calls him to correction or repentance (Jer 30:11, Ps 39:11).


LAPTOP


Source of information:-
It represents a great source [and potential] of
information and knowledge.


Access:- It shows that
you will be given access to great sources of knowledge and information which
God will reveal to you (Deut 5:24, Dan 2:19).


LAUNDRY


Cleansing:- Place or
ministry where you can be cleansed and healed from sin and receive restoration
by the blood of Jesus (Is 1:16, 2 Sam 16:3).


Restoring your authority:-
To cleanse yourself from those things which leave open doors in your life. To
restore the authority of Christ in your life and to rid yourself from the
tainting caused by the enemy (Is 1:16).


LAUGH


Fearless:- Fearlessness
and complete trust in God (Job 5:22).


Joy restored:- A promise
that the Lord will restore your joy (Luk 6:21).


Unbelief:- Unbelief (Gen
8:13, 15, Prov 14:19).


Mocking:- Mocking,
scorning, deriding and looking down at someone (Hab 1:10, Job 30:1,


Ps 80:6).


Friendly:- The heart of
a friendly and righteous person. Righteous speech (Prov 16:13).


Truthful:- Truth (Prov
12:19).


Worship:- Worship,
calling on God to be heard (Ps 17:1).


Flattery:- Flattery and
seduction (Ps 12:2, Ps 12:3, Prov 7:21).


LAVENDER


Romantic:- Associated
with romantic or sentimental circumstances. It is representative of the soul
life of a person [emotions]. Can point to a loving
and positive person (Song 1:15, Song 4:1).


Honesty:- Can point to a
person that is honest and sincere that enjoys the simple things in life (Phil
4:8, Prov 2:9).


Revere:- Points to the
love for the Father that is an acceptable aroma before God. Can be brought into
relation with a reverence that one person has for another [intensive
love]22 (Rom 12:10, Rom 13:8).


LAWN [grass
]


Health of relationship:-
This often shows the state of health in personal relationships, or God’s
seasonal [timeous] provision (Deut 11:15).


New season:- A fresh new
grass sprout can represent the beginning of a new season through the provision
and guidance of the Holy Spirit (2 Sam 23:4, Deut 11:15).


Fragility of life:- Can
be seen as a symbol of the vulnerability and brevity of human life (Is 40:6, 7,
Ps 90:5), or something or someone who is weak [fleshly or
worldly] and can be easily destroyed to wither away (2 King 19:26, Ps
129:6, Is 37:27).


- Mowing lawn


Time with God:-
Shows that the person is actively spending time with the Lord, or other people,
in order the build and strengthen relationships (Phil 1:6, 1 John 1:3).


- Mowed lawn


Mowed grass:- Mowed
grass can show that the person is taking care of his interpersonal
relationships, or his relationship with God (Amos 7:1-2).


LAWNMOWER


Restoring relationships:-
It shows actively spending time with the Lord, or other people, in order to
build and strengthen [or restore] relationships
(Philemon 1:6, 1 John 1:3).


LAWYER [advocate
]


Your defender:- It is a
promise from the Lord that He will send someone to defend and argue on your
behalf, or will enable you to defend yourself [through
guidance by the Holy Spirit].


Jesus:- It can represent
Jesus Himself [representing your advocate before the
judgment throne of God] (1 John 2:1, Zech 12:1, Is 38:6).


LEAD [metal
]


Covering:- Providing
cover and protection for others. Person who is flexible and fits easily into
different situations.


Purified:- Purified by
fire (Ex 15:10, Num 31:22, Jer 6:29, Ez 22:18, 20,
Job 19:24).


Easily offended:- It is
the least elastic and sonorous of all the metals, and at the same time it is
soft and easily fusible. A person who turns ugly when under pressure [unwholesome vapours - sulphur].


Worldliness:- Also found
in Egypt [world] thereby representing worldliness
and a fleshly nature.


Religious flexibility:-
Someone who reacts negatively under pressure, or is too flexible in respect of
His religious beliefs (Ex 15:10, Num 31:22, Jer
6:29, Ez 22:18, 20, Job 19:24).


LEATHER [see
also coat, jacket ]


Enabling work:- Leather
can be seen as a covering which enables a person to do his work with confidence
(2 King 1:8, Mat 3:4, Num 31:20, Heb 11:37).


Equipped:- It can also
show being equipped and called to do some of the most difficult tasks for the
Lord.


LEAVEN [self-raising
flour ]


Explosive growth:- It
can show the explosive growth potential of the kingdom of God (Mat 13:33).


Destructive influence:-
It can show that a destructive influence has secretly penetrated or infiltrated
your workplace or ministry, corrupting and perverting moral behaviour (1 Cor
5:6, Mat 16:6, 11, Mar 8:15, 1 Cor 5:7, 8).


Religious spirit:- It
refers to hypocrisy, and a religious spirit that is detrimental to the
congregation (Mat 16:6-12, Mar 8:15, Luk 12:1).


LEAVES [hands
]


Healing:- Can represent
the leaves of the Tree of Life which is for healing [physical,
emotional and spiritual] (Rev 22:2).


God’s blessings:-
Beautiful and healthy leaves are the blessings of the Lord and show a
hardworking and productive person in the Kingdom (Dan 4:12).


Promise fulfilled:- It
can be a promise that what the Lord has promised will come to pass (Mark
13:38).


Covering sin:- Can
represent the covering [shame] of sin (Gen 3:7).


Momentary:- It is a
reminder, that like leaves, we live for a fleeting moment in time and that we
have to reflect the beauty of the Lord in the time that we have.


- New leaves


New season:- New leaves
can show that you will be entering a new season of promise and fruitfulness
(Luk 21:30).


- Leaves but no fruit


Not sharing the word:- A
fruit tree with only leaves and no fruit [in season]
can represent someone who has knowledge of the Word but does not share it with
those who need it [no fruit] (Mark 11:13, Mark
21:19).


- Withered leaves


Unproductive:- Points to
someone who is not deeply founded in the knowledge of God and will be easily
uprooted to wither away [unproductive] (Ez 17:9).


- Golden leaves


Winter season:- It is a
promise that even though you are going through a time of difficulty [winter season] the Lord will be with you and will give you
a return on your investment1.


- Olive tree leaves


Life:- Points to
fruitfulness, life and presence of the Holy Spirit1.


LEEK [garlic
]


Worldly pleasures:- Can
refer to worldly abundance and fleshly pleasures (Num 11:5).


LEGS


To uphold:- To bear, to
endure, to sustain and to uphold (Dan 2:33). To keep from failing [support], from sinking.


Support:- To support a
weight or to support a good character (Ex 29:17).


Endurance:- To endure
without being overcome by distress or misfortune (1 Pet 2:6).


Sustain:- To sustain and
keep courage or stay in good spirits (Is 22:23).


Argue:- Good argument.
To support a war, contest, argument or debate.


Self-dependent:-
Trusting in worldly or own strength [vanity] while
preparing for ministry (Ps 147:10).


- Broken legs


End quickly:- To hasten
death or the end of something (John 19:31).


Pained:- Increased pain.
Increased torment and suffering (John 19:31, John 19:32).


Deprived:- Deprived of
support.


- Female legs


Seduction:- Warning that
someone is trying to seduce you with idolatrous, false or new age teachings
(Jam 1:14).


- Man’s legs


Strength:- Ability to
flee from trouble, to compete (Amos 2:14).


Vain:- Vanity (Job
35:13, Ps 39:5).


Self-dependent:- Relying
on own strength. (Jer 9:23, Ps 147:10).


- Naked legs


Trusting the world:-
Shows that the person is trusting in worldly and personal abilities [own strength] while preparing for ministry (Ps 147:10). [the legs represent the person’s strength and if not covered or
guided by the Holy Spirit it shows self-sufficiency and independence].


LEMON [lime,
citrus ]


Divine perfection:- A
lemon has 10 sections which symbolizes divine perfection (Ps 50:2). Ten and
multiples of ten often refer to divine perfection [fulfilment,
responsibility of men before God]. (Ex 20:2-17, Deut 5:6-21). It can
also represent a congregation.


Cleansing:- Even though
it is sour it alkalizes and cleans the body.


Failed deal:- It can
show a business deal which has failed [gone sour]
(Lam 4:9).


Shamelessness:- A lemon
with a wrinkled skin can show involvement in shameless activities (Hos 4:18).
Disapproving of a person’s actions [giving him a lemon].


LEOPARD


Consistency:- Can
represent something which cannot be changed [consistency]
(Jer 13:23), meaning that the situation must be accepted.


Loner:- A loner with an
independent nature. Straight forward.


Swift:- Swiftness (Hab
1:8).


Cruel person:- A cruel
and crafty person who can pounce on unsuspecting people, chastise them and
cause them harm (Hos 13:7).


Introvert:- It can also
show an introverted person who likes to keep to themselves and is fiercely
protective of that which they regard as his (Jer 13:32).


Antichrist:- It can also
be regarded as the presence of the antichrist (Rev 13:32).


LETTER [post ]


Message:- A message from
the Lord for which you have been waiting patiently (1 John 1:5). [take careful notice of where the letter comes from as it will
give you a clue as to what the message means].


LETTER OF DIVORCE [divorce
]


Breaking agreement:- To
be separated, breaking of an agreement, contract or covenant (Deut 24:1, Matt
5:31, Mark 10:4).


LIBRARY


Access to knowledge:- It
can be a promise that you will gain access to a large amount of knowledge or
information (2 Chron 1:10, Prov 1:7).


Knowledge gained:- It
can show that you are in a season where you have to increase your knowledge of
the Word and the Kingdom of God (2 Chron 1:12, Ps 119:66).


Holy Spirit
guidance:- A promise of the [knowledge, wisdom and
discernment] of the Holy Spirit that will guide and lead you (Prov 2:10,
Ex 35:31, Job 36:4).


Worldly knowledge:- It
can be a place of worldly knowledge and information which will not bring you
any nearer to God (Rom 8:7, Job 21:14, Prov 1:29).


-Noise in library


Distraction:- Can be a
caution of distractions by worldly knowledge or wisdom that distracts you from
true knowledge from God1.


LICE


Guilt:- Can show that
the person is carrying sin or guilt and is haunted by feelings of guilt and
shame (Ps 68:21, 1 Tim 5:12).


Curse:- It can represent
a curse because of disobedience, or be a call to submit to the Lord and be
cleansed by the Holy Spirit (Ex 8:17).


LID


- Closed lid


Covering love:- Can
represent love that covers a multitude of sins (1 Pet 4:8). The Glory of God
which covers everything (Hab 2:14).


Preventing revelation:-
Preventing the revelation of the love and the glory of God.


Kept quiet:- To keep
quiet [put a lid on it] (1 Pet 4:8, Hab 2:14).


- Open lid


God’s glory revealed:-
Revealing the love and glory of God (1 Pet 4:8, Hab 2:14).


Scripture revealed:-
Revealing the deeper [Rhema Word] meaning of
Scripture.


Joy revealed:- Releasing
joy and celebration (Is 55:12).


Wickedness revealed:-
Revealing the source of wickedness (Zech 5:7-8, Hos 2:9).


LIFT [elevator
]


- Ascending lift


Spiritual promotion:- If
you are ascending or moving up the lift it shows that the Lord is promoting you
to higher levels of spiritual maturity in the spiritual realm [gifts of the Holy Spirit]. You will move without any
effort from yourself (2 King 2:14, 1 Peter 2:5, Gen 28:12).


- Descending lift


Spiritual demotion:- Can
be a warning that you are moving to lower spiritual levels [legalism, traditionalism]. It is a caution for you to
spend more time with the Lord to maintain your level of spiritual maturity (1
Sam 13:11).


LIGHT [flame,
lamp, candle ]


God:- God is the Light
of this world [presence of the Spirit of God and His
influence on believers] (Ps 20:27, Matt 5:17).


Driving out sin:-
Driving out sin by the light of the Lord (Zeph 1:12).


Christians:- Christians
are called to be a light in the world and to drive out sin by the light of the
Lord (Zeph 1:12, Prov 20:27, Ps 119:105).


Salvation:- Salvation
(Is 62:1).


Sin revealed:- To reveal
sin (Jonah 3:10).


Word of God:-
The Word of God can be represented by a light shining in a dark place (1 Cor
4:5, Ex 25:31). Illumination [Rhema Word] of the
Word by the Holy Spirit (Heb 9:2).


Prophetic revelation:- A
light can show that the Lord is giving you a prophetic word [revelation] (1 Sam 3:3).


satan:- satan can appear as false light
[spirit of man].


Demonic stronghold:- It
is used in demonic and satanic rituals and can reveal a demonic stronghold
which has to be broken (Acts 16:18).


- Covered light


Not using your gifts:- A
light that is covered shows not using the gifts that the Lord has given you
(Mat 5:15).


- Torchlight [torch]


Mission calling:- Can
point to a personal call to the mission field, or the Word of God revealed to a
specific person (Rev 19:9, 1 Pet 2:21).


Missionary:- It can indicate
that the person [missionary] will bring the Word of
God [light] to where people do not know the Lord [darkness] (2 Sam 22:29, Job 29:3, Ps 119:105).


Limited Word
knowledge:- It can also show limited knowledge of God or the Word of God
(Prov 6:23).


- Torch shining on
something or someone


Take note of :-
Carefully take note of that upon which the light is shining as it would point
to whatever it is that God wants you to give attention to (Luk 11:36).


- Blue light


Heavenly revelation:-
The heavens are blue and it therefore relates to heavenly revelations and
visitations (Gen 50:24).


Godly message:- It can
be a call for you to listen to a message from God, or a divine revelation.


Holy Spirit:-
The Holy Spirit (Judg 13:25, Num 4:7). Keep faith, even if you struggle, for
the Lord is fighting for you, victory is near!


Idolatry:- Idolatry (2
King 10:29).


Downhearted:- A person
can be feeling “blue” meaning downhearted or depressed.


Help on its way:- Can be
symbolic of a police vehicle [angels] that is
approaching to assist you in a time of need.


- Lights that die


Backsliding:- Falling
back into sin or misrepresenting the Word of God (Is 8:20, Is 50:10, John
11:10).


- White Light


Jesus:- 7 colours
combined make white light, the pure clean and clear light of God. Jesus the
light, complete and pure (Mat 17:2).


LIGHTHOUSE


Teaching to the lost:-
It can be a calling to teach the way of the Lord to sinners and those who are
lost (Rom 2:19, 2 Cor 4:6, Eph 5:8).


God’s way:- The way of
the Lord (John 1:5, Is 9:2, Ps 27:11). The Lord will show you the right way to
go (Ps 112:4, Ps 107:7, Ps 119:27).


Warning:- A warning
against danger (Ps 32:8). Can be a warning that you are heading in the wrong
direction which can wreck your ministry, business or life (Act 26:18, Ps 25:8,
Ps 146:9).


Wisdom:- A wise person
(Dan 2:22, Ps 101:2).


Revealed Word:-
The illumination or revelation [Rhema] of a specific
Scripture that is relevant to you (Is 42:16, Ps 143:8).


Saving grace:- The
saving grace of the Lord (Mat 4:16, John 8:12).


















LIGHTNING


Powerful intervention:-
A powerful intervention on your behalf against the enemy (Ps 144:6, Ez 21:28).
Can show that the Lord will intervene to save you (Zech 9:12).


Jesus’ return:- A
reminder of the return of Jesus [the Son of man]
(Mat 24:27, Luk 14:24).


God’s presence:- The
presence of God (Mat 28:3).


Evil presence:- Shows
the presence of an evil and destructive force (Hab 3:5). Can represent the
fallen-ness of man or the presence of satan (Luk 10:18).


LILY [lotus
lily ]


Provision:- Speaks of
the free gift of provision from the Lord. A promise from the Lord that He will
provide for you (Luk 12;27, Mat 6:28).


Cleanliness:- This can
show a pure and clean person who is vigorous, elegant and gorgeous in character
and personality (Mat 6:28, Luk 12:27).


Repentant sinner:- The
beauty of a repentant sinner can be likened to a lily (Hos 14:5, Song 7:2).


Presence of Jesus:-
Jesus Christ is referred to as the Lily of the Valley and thus it can represent
the presence [beauty and fragrance] of the Lord with
us (Song 2:1, Mat 6:28).


Sweet words:- Someone’s
words of praise [sweet words] to his beloved (Song
5:13).


Natural death:- In some
cultures the lily is placed on coffins during funerals which can signify the
end [conclusion] of a matter, or a person’s physical
or spiritual death (Job 14:2, Is 40:7).


- Lotus lily


Preciousness:- It can
represent preciousness, beauty and purity (Song 2:1, 2, 16, Song 4:5, Song
5:13, Song 6:2, 3, Song 7:2).


Preciousness of Christ:-
Shows the preciousness of Christ to the Church.


Fragrance:- Its beauty
and fragrance is a reflection of how God views his children.


Eastern mysticism:- It
can be a caution of the presence of eastern mysticism [especialy
Indian/Hindu religions].


LIME [lemon,
citrus ]


Divine perfection:- A
lime has 10 sections which symbolizes divine perfection (Ps 50:2). Ten and
multiples of ten often refer to divine perfection [fulfilment,
responsibility of men before God]. (Ex 20:2-17, Deut 5:6-21). It can
also represent a congregation.


Cleansing:- Even though
it is sour it alkalizes and cleans the body.


Failed deal:- It can
show a business deal which has failed [gone sour]
(Lam 4:9).


Shamelessness:- A lime
with a wrinkled skin can show involvement in shameless activities (Hos 4:18).
Disapproving of a person’s actions [giving him a lemon].


LIMOUSINE


Wealth:- Can be
associated with financial wealth and prosperity, or being publicly recognized
for your work or contributions (Col 3:24).


Own importance:- This
can be seen as a warning that you are beginning to place too much emphasis on
the success of your ministry, business and your own importance (Jer 48:23).


- Black limousine


Spirit of darkness:-
This can symbolize a business, ministry or person which carries the mark and
presence of the spirit of darkness (Mat 6:23).


LIMP


Tested and tried:- It
can show that the person has been tested, tried and purified and have submitted
his own strength to the Lord [never trust a man without a
limp] (Gen 32:25).


Pride dealt with:-
Pride, own interests and self-sufficiency have been dealt with (Ps 66:10).


Warning to submit:- It
can be a warning that if you carry on with your fleshly lifestyle and reliance
on your own power the Lord will break you down in your strong areas or
strengths (Gen 32:31).


LINE [thread
]


Bringing together:- It
is used bind things together (2 Sam 17:13, Jud 15:13) and can be likened to a
band of love (Hos 11:4). Shows strength in unity (Ecc 4:12).


- Red or scarlet line


Grace:- It can refer to
atonement and grace in return for the protection of the children of God (Gen
14:23, Gen 38:28, 30, Josh 2:18, Judg 16:9, 12).


Atonement:- To be atoned
with Christ10 (Josh 2:18-21).


LINEN


Righteousness:-
Represents the purity and righteousness of the followers of Christ (Rev 19:9,
14, Rev 15:6).


Wealthy:- It can also
show someone who is wealthy and/or held in high regard (Luk 16:19, Mark 27:59,
Ez 16:10).


Dead to sin:- It can
also show being dead [buried] to sin (Mark 15:46).


Angel’s presence:- It
can represent the presence of an angel (Dan 12:6-7).


LION


Powerful person:- A
prince [royalty, dominion], a powerful person [leader], or someone in authority (Zeph 3:3, Ez 19:5, Prov
20:2).


Courage:- A person who
is ready for the battle against the enemy [determined,
courageous] (1 Chron 12:8), or who does not give up on a deal until he
has convinced his opponent (Job 10:16). Boldness and courage (Prov 28:1).


Command:- A word or
command from the Lord [or a person in authority]
(Amos 3:8).


Gatekeeper:- Gatekeeper
[as presented in Freemasonry] (Prov 10:10).


Resisting the Word:-
Preventing the Word of God to be preached (Ps 10:9).


satan:- The fierce and destructive
nature of satan (1 Pet 5:8).


Destroyer:- Someone who
wants to destroy the followers of God (Ez 22:25, Prov 28:15), or who is proud
and haughty (Job 28:8).


Wicked ruler:- A wicked
ruler (Prov 28:15, Ez 32:2).


Enemy trap:- It can be a
warning that an enemy is setting a trap for you [lying in
wait] (Hos 13:7).


- Black lion


Spiritual blindness:-
Sin, ignorance, unbelief, state of spiritual blindness, darkened understanding.


Wicked:- Taking pleasure
in the ways of sin and wickedness, liars (1 John 1:7).


Misery:- Misery and
distress (Is 24:11, Is 50:3, Joel 2:6).


- Golden lion


Jesus:- Jesus the King
as represented by the Lion of Judah (Rev 5:5, Ez 10:20, Ez 1:5-10).


Victory in Christ:-
Gold represents glory and victory like the gold of a victor’s crown (Rev 4:4,
Rev 3:18).


Purified and victorious:-
It shows that the person has gone through a period of purification and can
expect to walk in victory (1 Pet 1:7, 2 Pet 1:17).


- Lion pack hunting


Team spirit:- This can
represent a group of people who are in business together, or working together [agreed strategy] in ministry to achieve a common goal
which will be to the benefit of all participants (Eph 4:16).


- Old lion


Pride:- Pride, hindrance
to improvement (Rom 1:30, Ez 28:2, Ps 10:4, Hos 7:10, Prov 26:12).


Hard hearted:- Hardened
heart (Dan 5:20; Jer 17:9).


Foul spirit:- Foul
spirit, frightful and solitary (Is 13:21, Is 34:14, Jer 50:39, Ps 74:19).


Impatient:- Can point to
an aggressive and impatient person (Ps 17:12), harsh and prone to tearing
others apart with cutting and ripping words (Ps 22:13).


LIPS [mouth
]


Truth:- Reflective of
truth that is spoken (Prov 12:19).


Righteous speech:- The
heart of a righteous person, righteous speech (Prov 16:13).


Repentant:- Repentant
attitude, repenting of unclean words and thoughts (Is 6:5).


Testify:- Language,
speech, talk, testifying of the goodness of the Lord.


Shore:- Rim, border,
shore, bank (Heb 11:12, Gen 22:17, Num 30:6, Num 30:8,12, Job 32:20, Ps 17:1).


Eloquence:- An eloquent
person or speaker (Prov 26:23).


Praising God:-
Speaking grace, peace and thanksgiving that honours and glorifies God (Is
57:19, Heb 13:15, Hos 14:2).


Contempt:- Mocking,
contempt, scornful face [to shoot out the lip] (Ps
22:7).


Falseness:- Falseness,
deception and unrighteousness (Is 29:13, Mat 15:8).


Flattering:- A warning
that someone is trying to flatter and deceive (Ps 12:2, Ps 12:3, Prov 7:21).


Unclean words:- Perverse
or unclean words or thoughts (Prov 7:21, Prov 4:24).


Wickedness:- Wicked
person (Prov 17:4).


Lies:- Speaking lies (Ps
31:18, Prov 10:18, Prov 12:22, Ex 6:12, 30).


Poor speaker:- In the
natural it can point to a person who is not a good speaker or teacher (Is
28:11).


Wise person:- Can show
someone who is wise and speaks the truth (Ps 37:30, Ps 49:3).


Worship:- Praising and
worshipping the Lord (Ps 40:3, Ps 51:15). Calling on God to be heard (Ps 17:1).


Prophetic anointing:- It
can point to a prophetic anointing (Prov 15:23, Is 48:3).


Cleansed from iniquity:-
It can also show that the Lord has cleansed you from iniquity (Is 6:7).


Big mouth:- A person
with a big mouth who boasts and slanders others (Ps 62:4, Ps 36:3, Ps 50:19, Ps
55:21).


- Lips covered by hands


Consternation:- Shows
consternation and inability to deal with difficult situations (Dan 10:15).


Rou:- It is an
expression of mourning, trouble, deep grief, sorrow, submission, confusion and
shame (Ez 24:17; 22).


Unclean person:- An
unclean person (Lev 13:45).


False prophet:- False
prophet, diviners (Mic 3:7).


Foolish person:- The
Lord may show you that you must keep silent especially when an unwise, or
foolish person, wants to assert themselves (Ps 40:9, Prov 10:19).


- Stammering lips


Mocking:- A mocking
attitude, imitating a person upon whom you are looking down. A proud heart (Ps
22:7; Is 28:11).


LIQUOR


Redeemed:- To be
redeemed from sin after repentance (Act 28:5, 6).


Unwise decisions:-
Making unwise decisions which can cause physical, emotional or financial harm [an unaffordable loan, high paying job with wicked employers, a
physical activity that you have not prepared for, drinking too much]
(Ecc 10:8, Is 14:29, Prov 23:32).


LIQUOR STORE [pub,
bar ]


Impairing judgment:- A
place where alcohol [impairs good judgment] is
served (Rev 18:3). It can therefore refer to people or circumstances that have
a negative influence over you.


LIVER


Feelings:- Can be
regarded as the seat of feeling [representing a person’s
character and emotions] (Lam 2:11, Ps 16:9).


Delivered:- It can show
having dealt with issues such as bitterness, hatred and sin (Lev 9:10).


- Unhealthy liver


Un-dealt issues:- Can
show involvement in divination (Ez 21:21), fornication (Prov 7:22, 23), or that
the person has many un-dealt issues [such as bitterness and
unforgiveness] he needs to deal with [sin,
un-forgiveness and idolatry] (Lam 2:11).


- Arrow in liver


Whore-spirit:- Can show
submission to a whoring spirit [spirit of prostitution]
(Prov 7:23)1.


LIZARD


Unclean presence:- Can
represent an unclean presence (Lev 11:29, 30).


Fraudulent person:- A
warning that the person has a fraudulent and deceitful nature and can do you
harm if you get too close (Prov 30:28, Matt 10:28).


LOBSTER


A lobster is hidden under the water which shows that the person
is hiding his real self from other people and would rather flee into a corner
than to confront issues (Job 40:21, Ps 64:6, Is 53:3).


- Lobster with raised
claws


Defensive:- Raised claws
shows that the person has put up his defences and is preparing to fight back.


Feeling trapped:- It can
also show that the person feels trapped and must confront a possible threat or
threatening situation.


Not sharing hurt:- It
shows that such a person would rather put up their defences than to open up and
share the hurt that is keeping them away from other people (Job 31:33, 1 Sam
17:24).


LOCK [seal ]


- Open lock


Revelation:- If it is
opened it can indicate access to knowledge, information, or revelations that
others do not have access to (Luke 11:52, Is 8:16).


New opportunity:- It can
show that the Lord will open a new door [opportunity,
wealth] for you (Is 43:19. 1 John 2:8).


Access to finances:- The
lock of a safe [unlocked] can mean that you will
receive financial responsibilities, or access to finances.


- Closed lock


Inaccessible:- If it is
closed it can point to the inaccessibility of knowledge, information, finances
or revelation (Est 8:8, Dan 12:8-9).


Infertile:- It can also
point to infertility (Song 4:12, Gen 20:18).


LOCKS [hair ]


Authority:- Hair
represents authority, covering and glory (Ez 8:3, 1 King 1:52).


Wisdom:- Shows someone
who is wise and courageous (Song 5:11).


Woman’s glory:- A
woman’s covering, honour and glory (1 Cor 11:15).


In God’s
will:- Acting in the will of God (Is 3:24, Luk 7:38, 1 Cor 11:15, 1 Tim 2:9,
1 Pet 3:3, Rev 9:8).


LOCUSTS [grasshopper
]


Edible:- Signifies that
which is edible and allowed to be eaten (Lev 11:22). Source of protein (Mat
3:4, Mar 1:6).


Overcome the enemy:- To
overcome the enemy (Is 33:4). Prepared to go into battle (Joel 2:4).


Warlike:- Warlike,
swift, strong, and courageous (Job 39:21).


Orderly:- Orderly and in
submission to leaders (Joel 2:7).


Contention:- Disputes,
contentions, and quarrels (Rev 9:7-10).


Multitude:- Great and
powerful, many in number, mighty in strength. Might and multitude (Joel 1:6).
Numerous people moving regularly and orderly in large groups guided by wisdom
and instinct [Holy Spirit] (Prov 30:27, Ex 10:13).


Torment:- Torment as in
God’s judgment in the last days (Rev 9:3-4).


Calamity:- Great
consternation and calamities coming upon the land (Joel 2:10). Devouring and
consuming all in their way. Disease, plagues and pestilence (Ex 1:12-10, 1 King
8:37, 2 Chron 7:13).


Poverty:- Causing
scarcity and poverty (Deut 28:38).


Evil spirits:- Heathen.
A destroyer, demon, evil spirits, destructor of souls, ruiner of kingdoms,
countries, cities, and towns (Rev 9:11).


Jumpy:- A person who is
easily frightened [jumpy] (Job 39:20).


- Armies of locusts


Hardship and poverty:-
Wasting and consuming all in its way. Attack upon attack coming against you
until you feel that you have been utterly consumed.


Destroyer:- Destroyer of
crops and food, devouring all the blessing of the Lord in our lives (Joel 1:4-7,
Jer 46:23).


- Green locust


Devourer of finances:-
Devourer of finances, peace and fruitfulness (2 Chron 7:13).


- Locusts leaving


Hardship over:- As the
locusts represents hardship and poverty, when it is shown to leave it means
that the time of deprivation is over (Joel 2:25).


LOINCLOTH


Holding on to God:-
Holding tightly onto God (Phil 2:16).


Honour God:-
To praise and honour God (Jer 13:11).


Righteousness:-
Righteousness and faithfulness (Is 11:5, Jer 13:11).


Prophetic:- Prophetic
garment (2 Kings 1:8, Mat 3:4, Is 20:2, Jer 13:1).


Self-sufficiency:-
Self-sufficiency and independence in a fleshly approach towards ministry.


Uncovered:- Covering of
the Lord is not present (Ps 147:10).


Basic covering:- Basic
or minimum covering (1 Sam 2:18, 2 Sam 6:14).


- Hairy or sack loincloth


Mourning:- Sign of
mourning (Gen 37:33).


- Torn or lost loincloth


Independent:- Not
holding onto God.


Stubborn:- Stubborn and
wicked.


Disobedient:- Not
obeying God.


Idolatry:- Worshipping
other gods (Jer 13:10, Jer 13:11).


LOINS


Sexually pure:- A person
who is sexually pure (Prov 31:17).


Call to fruitfulness:-
It can be a call from the Lord to be fruitful in what you do [even in generating children](Gen 35:11).


Offspring:- It can
represent your offspring [refer to the calling on the lives
of your offspring] (1 King 8:19, Gen 46:26, Ex 1:5).


Honest:- Symbolizes an
honest and trustworthy person (1 Pet 1:13, Is 11:5, Job 38:3, Eph 6:14),
readiness to serve, protect and enter into spiritual warfare (Ex 12:11, 2 Sam
20:8, Is 5:27).


Sexual iniquity:- It can
point to sexual iniquity and involvement in fornication (Ps 38:7, Ps 66:11, Is
21:3).


- Unprotected loins


Unprepared:- Unprotected
loins show that the person is not prepared for his task and will fail if he
continues without adequate preparation (Is 45:1, Jer 13:1, Jer 13:11).


Grief:- Can also show
grieving for your children (Amos 8:10).


LORRY [truck
]


Life:- Refers to the
person’s life, career, ministry, business, an activity or involvement in
something (2 Kings 10:16).


Business:- It often
relates to a large organization, business, farming or trade you are called to,
or are involved in (Gen 4:20, 21).


Important work:- It can
show the ability to do important and holy work for the Lord (1 Chron 13:7).


Handling heavy burdens:-
As a truck can carry a large burden with comfort it confirms that you are
equipped to handle heavy burdens as well (Acts 15:28, Matt 11:30).


LOTUS LILY [lily ]


Preciousness:- It can
represent preciousness, beauty and purity (Song 2:1, 2, 16, Song 4:5, Song
5:13, Song 6:2, 3, Song 7:2). Shows the preciousness of Christ to the Church.


Fragrance:- Its beauty
and fragrance is a reflection of how God views his children.


Eastern mysticism:- It
can be a caution of the presence of eastern mysticism [especialy
Indian/Hindu religions].


LOUNGE [living
room ]


Fellowship:- It is the
place where people normally gather to interact and commune or fellowship. It
would therefore symbolize a person with a need of companionship and friendship
(Rom 15:2, Gal 6:2).


LOVE APPLE [mandrakes
]


Fertility:- Can be a
promise of increased fertility and having children (Gen 30:14-16).


Desire to be loved:- It
can show a desire to be loved and found attractive [sexually
attractive] (Gen 30:14-16)


LUGGAGE [suitcase
]


Provision:- Can refer to
provision and seed (Mat 11:30).


Travel:- In the natural
it can also show that someone must prepare [pack your bags]
as they will soon go on extended travels, or move or relocate (Ps 32:4, Gen
42:25).


Not prepared:- This can
be a warning that the person is not prepared for the enterprise, ministry or
journey that is set before him and may be carrying iniquities that are bearing
him down (Job 14:17, Hag 1:6).


Own effort:- It can also
show that you are trying to get things done without the provision and ways of
the Holy Spirit (Hag 1:6, Luk 10:4).


Going on a journey:-
Promising indication that you will be going on a journey, move into your
calling, go into ministry or take up a business opportunity (Is 46:6).


Moving on:- It can also
be a call to move on to another challenge (John 7:3).


Temporary:- Shows that
you are at a temporary location and will be moving on soon.


LUNAR ECLIPSE


World getting in the way:-
When the earth moves into a straight line between the sun and the moon, the
earth blocks out the light of the sun and a lunar eclipse occurs. This is an
allegory for the world [fleshly lifestyle], that
becomes so important for a person that he blocks out the light of the sun [symbolizing God] so that His Light cannot be reflected
from the moon [symbolising Jesus] and reflect His
glory (Joel 3:15).


LUNG


Breath of life:- Points
to breathing [the Holy Spirit refreshing and strengthening
you] and the breath of life (Job 33:4, Gen 2:7, Joh 10:10).


Pray for healing:- In
the natural it represents a call of the Lord to pray for the healing of
someone’s lungs, or the presence of a lung disease (Jam 5:14).
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MACHINES [engine]


Energy:- This generates
the energy which gets the job done (Ecc 7:29).


Ability:- It can
therefore refer to a particular person’s abilities [talents]
(Mat 25:15-30).


- Powerful machine


Ability to generate energy:-
A big and powerful machine can point to someone with the ability to generate
enough energy to develop the business or ministry, whereas a smaller machine
can point to limited resources (Luk 24:49, Acts 10:38).


Spirit of darkness:- Be
careful. It can symbolize the driving force of the spirit of darkness. If the
machine is dark or black the credibility of the source of power or person,
heading or driving the enterprise can be held in doubt (Rom 5:19).


- Spluttering machine


Floundering:- A
spluttering machine can show that the person is floundering and struggling to
cope with what needs to be done (Act 27:8, Luk 22:44).


MAGGOT


Dead works:- It is
associated with dead or rotting flesh and can therefore symbolize involvement
in fleshly [decaying] or dead works.


Unclean works:- It can
also show spiritual death or involvement in unclean works (Is 14:11, Ps 22:6).


MAGICIAN [sorcerer]


satanic influence:- It can point to
deception, satanic influence, a familiar spirit, divination, spiritism, the
false Jesus or the presence of the anti-christ (Mal 3:5, Rev 21:8, Rev 22:15).


MAHOGANY


Strength and Confidence:-
Descriptive of a beautiful person with a strong personality and pure character
(Hos 14:6, Ez 31:8)23.


Durable:-Descriptive of
a trustworthy person that is consistent in what and how he does things (1 Tim
5:17, 2 Thess 1:11).


Investing:- It can
indicate that it is time to invest [from a business sense]
to prepare for a brighter future [or for times of lack]
(2 King 19:29, Ps 107:37).


Construction:- Symbolic
of construction [rebuilding your life or building a
physical structure] (Tit 3:5, Lam 5:21).


Sinful lifestyle:-
Represents the judgment of wrongdoing and a sinful lifestyle (Lev 62:9, Rev
1:15).


MAILBOX [post]


Message from God:-
Shows that you are at the right place to receive the promised message of God
and that you must be patient for it will be forthcoming (Is 62:11, Judg 3:20).


MAIZE/MAIZE FIELD [wheat,
grain, corn, mealies]


Sustenance:- Maize is a
staple food and is therefore closely associated with that which provides
sustenance [the Word of God] and provision [for daily bread].


- Maize storehouse


A storehouse full of maize can act as a warning that the person
is doing too much out of their own power or strength [or
wants to provide security without depending on the provision of God] and
must rather submit to the Holy Spirit (Gal 6:8, Zech 4:6).


Spiritual sons:-
Spiritual Sons or fruit of God (Mat 13:30). Metaphor for the saved, the saints
or children of the Lord (Matt 3:12, 1 Cor 15:38).


Pure Word:-
Spiritual food. The Word of God presented purely [without
chaff] to ensure spiritual growth (1 Sam 17:17, Jer 23:28).


Bountiful harvest:- The
teaching of the Word of God as the seed which will provide a bountiful harvest
(Rom 9:29, John 12:24).


Plenty:- It can point to
a promise of peace and plenty (Zech 9:17). It represents a promise of that
which is to come.


- Maize heads hanging [ripe and ready to
be harvested]


Ready:- Shows someone
who is ready to receive Jesus as Saviour [Jesus as the Food
or Source of eternal life] (1 Joh 3:9).


Reward:- It represents a
promise [or reward] of that which is to come. If
ripe with the heads hanging down, the harvest is ready for the picking meaning
that you will receive an abundant return [whether it is in
ministry, business, personal relationships or relationship with the Lord]
on your investment (Ex 23:16, Jer 51:33, Mark 9:37, Joel 3:13).


Word of God:-
The teaching of the Word of God as the seed which will provide a bountiful
harvest (Rom 9:29, John 12:24).


Ready to be used:- In a
spiritual sense it is a humble person who is ready to be used by the Lord in
His fields (1 Pet 5:5).


- Maize seed [maize]


Peace and plenty:- It
can indicate peace and plenty (Zech 9:17, Luke 8:11), or represent a promise of
that which is to come.


Word of God:-
It can represent the Word of God (1 Pet 1:23, Luk 8:11, 1 Pet 1:23, Mat 13:32).
Teaching of the Word of God which is the seed which will provide a bountiful
harvest (Rom 9:29, John 12:24, Mat 9:37). The Word of God [spiritual
life] that is in, or being imparted to, a believer (Luke 8:11). An
evangelistic ministry where people are equipped to receive and understand the
Word of God (Prov 11:18, Gal 6:8).


Inheritance:- Can also
refer to your inheritance [the ability, or resources, to
provide for you spiritually, emotionally or physically] (Acts 3:25).


Self-effort:- It can be
a warning against doing too much out of your own power and to rather submit to
the Holy Spirit (Gal 6:8, Zech 4:6).


Source:- Shows the
substance which will enable the duplication and growth of a business or
ministry (2 Cor 9:6, Gen 1:29). Can point to the origin of a business or
ministry (Ps 126:5, 6).


Fruitful:- It can be an
initiative, or contribution, which is made with the expectation of it yielding
multiple fruit (Ecc 11:6, John 12:24, 1 Cor 15:38).


Unfruitful:- Initiatives
originating from the flesh [worldly initiatives] and
which will not yield any fruit (Mat 13:4-7).


MAN


Reminder of a situation:-
Be careful with the symbolic interpretation of a man you don’t know or
recognize! It can symbolize someone, or a situation, that this person reminds
you of (Jud 1:5).


Angel:- It can represent
an angel or Jesus Christ Himself (Ez 10:20, Ez 1:5-10).


Messenger:- If it is
someone you know, the Lord may want you to convey a message to that person, or
He has a message for you with respect to that person. Take note of the
direction the man is coming from, or is moving to, the colour of his clothes,
etc., to assist you with a clearer interpretation of the warning or message
that the Lord is conveying to you (1 Cor 4:17).


Created man:- It can
also be a reminder that you [man] is created in the
image of God (Gen 1:26-27).


Demonic possession:- If
the man is filled with darkness, or represents a threatening image, it can be a
warning about the presence of someone with harmful intentions, or who is
demonically possessed (Act 16:16, Mar 5:15).


- Black or dark man


Friend:- When talking to
black or coloured people they often refer to each other as “brother”. It can
therefore mean a trusted friend or spiritual brother (1 Peter 5:12).


Sin:- It can be a
warning of sin in a person’s life, but can also point to the presence of a
poverty or famine spirit which may have to be cast out (Act 16:18).


Do not trust:- It can
also be a warning not to trust the one you are negotiating or interacting with
as they may be harbouring dark or evil thoughts, or intent, towards you (Ps
56:5, Gen 6:5, Job 21:27).


- Man without face


Holy Spirit:-
When you see a man and you cannot see his face, it is normally the presence of
an angel or the Holy Spirit [if you experience him
positively].


- Old Man


Wisdom:- An older person
can point to someone wise and mature who has good discernment (Prov 20:29, Prov
16:31, Job 41:32).


Past event:- It can also
refer to something that happened many years ago [something
in the past]. Take careful notice of what the old man says, or the
location or circumstances, as this will provide you with more clues as to the
deeper meaning of what the Lord is telling you.


Weakened:- It can be a
warning that the person is weakened by a sinful [carnal]
lifestyle and will not be able to cope with the challenge or test that lies
ahead (Is 14:12).


MANASSE ANOINTING


Forgiveness:- This
anointing refers to repentance, forgiveness and to forget what is in the past.
It can therefore show that the person is blessed with the ability to repent of
past sins and to forgive those that hurt them in the past and to reach out to
the future (Eph 4:34, Act 13:38).


Setbacks:- Such a person
can often experience setbacks in their careers where they will be pushed into
the background, even though they are the natural and logical successor [in the same way that Ephraim was blessed by Israel with the
blessing of the firstborn even though Manasseh was the firstborn] (Gen
48:10-20).


MANDRAKES [love
apple]


Fertility:- Can be a
promise of increased fertility and having children (Gen 17:6).


Desire to be loved:- It
can show a desire to be loved and found attractive [sexually
attractive].


MANGER [crib]


Fed:- It is a box, or
place where animals are fed, and can therefore point to a place where you
receive revelations from the Word of God (Job 39:9, 1 Cor 3:2).


Vulnerable:- Points to a
person that feels very vulnerable even though he is in a safe place. It can
also refer to a place of safety where you are cared for and all your needs are
met (Judg 18:10, Luk2:7, 16).


MANNEQUIN [model]


Puppet:- Can symbolise
someone that is manipulated by others to do exactly what they want him to do [a slave] (1 Sam 8:16).


Superficial:- Points to
someone that is superficial [cosmetic] and not
sincere in what they do or say. They just present a front (Gal 4:9).


MANOR


Royal land:- This
represents the property of a nobleman or of royalty. It therefore represents a
person of wealth and position. It also carries a promise of a rich and
rewarding acquisition or inheritance (Act 13:19, Act 7:3).


MANSION [house]


Heavenly promise:- It is
promise from Jesus that He has already provided more for you than you can ever
imagine (Joh 14:2).


MANTLE [cloak,
coat]


Prophetic office:-
Anointed for a prophetic office, or given authority over people, a ministry or
a business (1 King 19:19, 2 King 2:8, 13, 14, Joh 19:23, Mat 9:20,21, Mat
14:36, Mat 21:7,8, Mat 9:16, Mat 17:2, Mat 24:18, Mat 26:65, Mat 27:31-35).


Baptised into Jesus:-
Shows that someone is being baptized into Jesus Christ (Gal 3:27).


Lord’s favour:- The
favour of the Lord. Covered by the favour of the Lord which brings feelings of
decency, warmth, being loved and comforted (Job 31:20).


Righteousness:- To be
clothed with the armour of God. To have a righteous heart. It reveals the heart
of someone who lives out this righteousness practically (Prov 31:13).


Qualified for the task:-
Symbolic of a person that is qualified for the task [ready
to be released] (Ecc 3:10, 2 Pet 1:3).


Authority:- It is also a
symbol of belonging or symbol of authority [in the Name of
Jesus] (Gal 3:27 John 19:2, 5).


Spiritual covering:-
Shows that the person is under the covering [spiritual]
of Jesus (2 Tim 4:13; John 19:2; 5).


Favour:- The favour of
the Lord (Gen 18:3, Luk 1:30).


Anointed:- Anointed for
a prophetic office or given authority (1 King 19:19, 2 King 2:8, 13, 14, Joh
19:23, Mat 9:20,21, Mat 14:36, Mat 21:7,8, Mat 9:16, Mat 17:2, Mat 24:18, Mat
26:65, Mat 27:31-35).


Wickedness:- Can be a
caution of the presence of a wicked person (1 Pet 2:16).


- Black mantle


Backsliding:- A black
mantle can point to a person in spiritual leadership that is backsliding1 [if you experience the mantle as negative or dark]. Be
careful as black is also a symbol of authority and could point to appointment
of position of authority if experienced positively.


- Brown mantle


Prophetic ministry:- A
brown mantle can show that the person is called to a prophetic ministry [cloak of humility] (1 King 19:19).


- Brown leather mantle


Abusing authority:- This
can show abusing a position of authority to benefit own or personal interests,
or building own image to benefit own or personal interests (1 Sam 13:14).


- Goat or camel hair
mantle


Humility:- Symbolic of a
very humble person, denying himself worldly benefits (Mat 3:4).


Poverty spirit:- Can
indicate the presence of a poverty spirit (Mat 3:4).


- Hairy mantle


Deception:- A deceiving
prophet (Zech 13:4). Spirit of deception.


- Leather mantle


Provision:- Mantles of
leather can be seen as God’s providing for us even though we have sinned (Gen
3:21, Heb 11:37).


- Orange mantle


Powerful prophetic anointing:-
It is an indication of a powerful anointing on a person with the promise of
prophetic revelations (Luk 2:32, Rom 16:25).


Enthusiastic teacher:-
It is also an indication that the person is energetic and enthusiastic in
announcing the Word of God (John 2:17).


Over-reaction:- Can be a
warning of impending danger or a person that is reacting overly emotional (Act
22:3, Num 25:13).


- Purple mantle


Clothed in authority:-
Purple is a symbol of authority. The purple mantle can be likened to the coat [jacket] that Jacob gave Joseph as a symbol of his love and
affection. A purple mantle can therefore indicate that the person feels loved,
clothed in authority and joy (Gen 37:3).


- Torn mantle


Grief:- It points to
grief, shame and confusion (Ezra 9:3).


- White mantle


Righteousness:- It is a
reflection of a righteous person who is anointed [given a
mantle] to speak words of righteousness and to minister the Word of God.


- White leather mantle


Honoured:- It shows that
the Lord will honour your humility, wash away your sins and place you in a
position of authority [righteousness in Christ] (Dan
4:34, Is 59:17).


- Woollen mantle


Diligence:- Can indicate
a diligent person, or someone called to a pastoral ministry (Prov 27:26, Prov
31:13).


Praise:- Garment of
praise for the spirit of heaviness (Is 61:3). It also represents glory and
beauty (Ex. 28:40). God’s covering and protection (Gen 3:21).


Loot:- Disfigurement,
loot (John 19:23. Job 30:18).


MANNA


God’s gift:- God’s
miraculous provision [gift] when you are obedient to
His instructions (Rom 5:19).


Mysteries revealed:- It
can also be a promise that the Lord will reveal to you the mysteries of His
Word [heavenly revelations] (John 6:31, 58).


Fresh revelation:- It
can represent a fresh revelation (Rev 1:17, John 6:58).


Spiritual nourishment:-
Spiritual nourishment (1 Tim 4:6, Deut 8:3).


MAP [roadmap]


God will show the way:-
It is a promise that the Lord will show the way (Gen 46:28, Prov 3:6, Is
45:13).


MARBLE [game]


Kingdom beauty:- A
reflection of the beauty and glamour of the Kingdom of God (Rev 18:12).


MARBLE [stone]


Haughty:- Descriptive of
feelings of haughtiness [pride] (Job 41:15, Prov
16:18, Job 35:12).


Hard-hearted:-
Associated with a person that is attractive and good looking but is hard-hearted
and insensitive (Ez 2:4, Job 41:24).


Beauty:- Symbolic of
beauty and desirability (Song 5:15, Est 1:6).


Durable:- Something or
someone that is beautiful, dependable and consistent [remains]
(Heb 12:27).


Kingdom of God:-
A reflection of the beauty and glamour of the Kingdom of God (Rev 18:12).


MARCHING


Spiritual warfare:- Be
prepared to enter into spiritual warfare (2 Sam 5:24, 1 Chron 14:15).


Call to unity:- A call
to be organized, disciplined and operating in unity (Joel 2:7, Prov 30:29).


MARIJUANA [dagga,
pot]


Witchcraft:- Can show
involvement in witchcraft, or a sect, teachings, or with a person who controls
other people to the extent where they seem drugged and not able to make their
own decisions [or escape from it] (1 King 16:19, Is
29:9, 1 King 20:16).


















MARINE [soldier]


Protecting angel:- It
can be the presence of an angel that is appointed to guard and protect you
(Prov 2:8, Luk 11:21).


Intercessor:- Symbolic
of an intercessor with a calling to stand in the gap for a person, a city or a
ministry (Ez 38:7, 1 Tim 5:21).


Demon:- It can indicate
the presence of a demon and is therefore a call to spiritual warfare (Luk
10:19, Mat 13:39).


MARKET


Trading:- It is a place
where people buy and sell food and provisions. It can therefore refer to your
place of work, business or your ministry [where you are
‘selling’ the Word for a heavenly reward]. It can also be seen as a
meeting place of Believers (Act 17:17, Act 28:15, 1 Cor 10:25).


MARKS [tracks]


Evidence of participation:-
Evidence that people have worked together or participated in


Something (2 Cor 9:13).


Prepared way:- It can
also represent the way that the Lord has prepared for you to follow (Phil 3:17,
Is 35:8).


Relationship scars:- Can
show that the person was dealt blows or scars in relationships (Jer 8:21, Jer
10:19).


Iniquities:- Represents
iniquities in a person’s life (Jer 2:22).


MARLIN [blue
marlin]


- Blue Marlin


Great reward:- To land a
marlin is an enormous challenge and a magnificent catch which points to a great
challenge or reward that lies before you (Rev 8:18, 1 Tim 5:18).


New markets:- It lives
in the ocean [that represents the nations or multitudes]
which can point to new markets for your products, or a geographic expansion of
your business or ministry (Eph 5:31-32).


Explorer:- It can also
refer to someone who is not afraid to be exposed to new experiences, or to
explore new things (2 Pet 3:13, Eph 4:24).


Popular:- A person who
is greatly sought after or popular (1 Sam 13:14).


Influential:- Somebody
who is bold, impressive, influential, and has charismatic appeal who is not
afraid of new challenges, or to tackle the job of winning new clients, or souls
for the Kingdom (Luk 4:18).


Expansion:- It can also
show expansion of your ministry or business for example with a new range of
products, or to another geographic area (2 Cor 3:6).


MARRIAGE


New partnership:- A new
partnership. It can represent your unity with the Lord. Readiness to enter into
union with Jesus (Rev 19:7, 9).


Agreement:- An alliance
or agreement [contract] with another person or
persons (Gen 17:2).


Reminder of a covenant:-
It can be a reminder to honour an agreement or covenant with God (1 King 3:1,
Jer 3:14).


God’s delight:- It can
also show that the Lord is delighted with you (Is 62:4).


Idolatry:- It can be a
caution of involvement in idolatry or things of the world (Mal 2:11, 1 Cor
7:34).


MARROW


Healthy:- Shows that the
person is of good health and satisfied with his circumstances (Job 21:24, Ps
63:5).


Promise of healing:- Can
be a promise of healing (Prov 3:8).


Secrets revealed:- Can
show that a person’s deepest thoughts, motives and secrets will be revealed by
the Word of God (Heb 4:12).


MARRY


To unite:- To become one
with another person. It can point to the establishment of a partnership, two
ministries that join hands or different people coming together for a single
purpose (1 Pet 3:7, Matt 18:19).


Covenant:- It is
symbolic of an agreement or a covenant between two parties (Col 2:19, 1 Pet
3:7).


MARS


Warlike:- Can point to a
person with a warlike personality (Rom 7:23).


MARSH


Falling into sin:- Can
show falling into sin or sexual iniquity, or be a call for help from someone
who is falling into sin (2 Pet 2:22, Ps 69:14). A person in trouble (Ps 69:2).


MASON


Jezebel:- It can point
to the presence of the queen of heaven [Freemasonry]
or the spirit of Jezebel (1 King 10:1).


MASTURBATION


Self-gratification:- It
can show un-thankfulness and being intent on only satisfying own desires and
needs (Jam 4:4, Eph 2:3).


Self-focus:- It can be a
person who does not build strong relationships but would rather focus on
themselves [pride, selfishness] (Rom 2:8, 1 Cor 7:9,
Col 2:23, 1 Tim 5:6, 2 Tim 3:2).


MATCH


Slander:- Starting a
fire with actions such as gossiping, slander, fault-finding, rebellious words
and malicious purposes of people with evil intent against the righteous (Jam
3:6, Ps 11:2). Words of accusation, bitterness and criticism (Ps 64:3).


Words of the righteous:-
The words of the righteous (Is 49:2). Children (Ps 127:5).


Enemy’s attacks:-Enemy’s
destruction and attacks (Num 24:8).


Lies:- Lies and deceit
(Jer 9:8).


MAT [carpet]


Revealing works:- Used
to cover a floor or to beautify a room, it can symbolize a person’s works being
witnessed [covering the people affected by it] (Judg
4:18).


Cover-up:- To sweep dirt
[sin] under the carpet, to hide it from view [a cover-up] (Josh 7:19).


MATTOCK [hoe] [tool to grub up weeds or roots]


Preparation:- It is used
to weed out unwanted plants, or prepare the garden for cultivation and can
therefore point to a help ministry, or a construction type of business.

also point to a research, or an investigative project that will uncover that

MATTRESS [bed]

Intellectual superiority:-
It can point to someone with intellectual superiority.


Senior person:- In
business it can point to someone in a very senior position [CEO] or the owner of the business (Gen 14:18).

Counsellor:- The
traditional idea of a mayor [king] was a counsellor,
consultant or a judge and can therefore refer to a calling as a counsellor or
consultant (Is 48:28, Mic 4:9, Is 9:8).

Building the Kingdom:-

mayor] can point to a call to be a provider of finances for the work of
the Kingdom (1 Tim 5:8).


Control:- Someone who
exercises unchecked control over people who subject themselves to him, or an
evil and destructive ruler (Rev 9:11, Gen 10:8-10).


MAZE [labyrinth]


Lost:- Shows that the
person is struggling to find their way, or is still lost to the Kingdom of God
[seeking for salvation] (Mat 13:45, Ps 17:7, Luk
19:10).


Occult practices:- It
can be a warning of occult practices as it is used by occult groups as a symbol
or centre of occult practices.


MEALIES [corn,
maize]

Mature person:- A mature
person does what the Lord requires of him.


Discernment:- Ability to
distinguish between what is pleasing and what is provoking to God, that which
is helpful and hurtful to your own soul, and good and evil (Heb 5:14).


Greater knowledge:-
Someone who has reached a greater degree of the knowledge of the Gospel
mysteries than others. Capable of understanding the more mysterious parts of
the Gospel, or of searching into the deep things of God and of receiving and
digesting the more sublime truths of Christ. Reasoning that is not according to
carnal dictates, but according to the truth of Scripture (1 Cor 2:6, 1 Cor 3:1,
1 Cor 13:11, Phil 3:15, Eph 4:4, Mat 5:48).


- Chewing tough meat


Criticism:- It shows
that you must prepare yourself to receive a word of caution or criticism that
will be tough to deal with (Is 28:14).


Tough project:- It can
also show that you will have a tough project and that you will be expected to
endure (Act 27:7). It may also be a caution that you should think the matter
through in more detail.


- Steak, meat or solid
food


Deeper understanding:-
This is the more advanced teachings, or understanding, of the Word of God, at a
higher spiritual level (Ps 78:25, Heb 5:14).


MEASURING ROD [ruler,
tape measure]


Correction:- Warning
that the Lord will discipline or correct you (1 Cor 4:21, Ex 21:20, 2 Sam 7:14,
Prov 10:13, 24, Is 10:5).


Ruling by force:- It can
also point to a person who manages or rules by force and oppression (Rev 2:27,
Rev 12:5).


Time for redemption:- A
ruler [30 cm] in someone’s hand can point to the
time the Lord is indicating to accomplish His time for redemption.


God’s protection:- There
is no need to build a wall of protection around yourself as God is your
protection (Zech 2:1-10).


MECHANIC


Restoring ministries:-
Can represent a person who equips, builds up and helps ministries to be
restored, repaired and re-established (Ex 31:3).


Help ministry:- A call
to be a management consultant, in a help ministry, a healing career or
ministry.


Prepared for ministry:-
It can also mean that you are being prepared for a career in ministry (Luk 3:4,
Is 19:22, Is 57:19, Jer 30:17, 1 Cor 12:28).


- Mechanic tools


Encouragement:- Words of
encouragement. A prophetic word which builds and


Encourages (2 Cor 13:11).


Gifts of the Spirit:-
It can point to the gifts of the Holy Spirit which are used to minister to
people, business people and other ministries (2 Tim 3:16).


MEDIATOR


Bringing compromise/unity:-
It represents someone who engages parties with different views or in dispute to
an agreement. It can also symbolize Jesus as the Mediator for our sins before
God (1 Tim 2:5, Heb 8:6, Heb 12:24).


MEDICINE


Holy Spirit
anointing:- It can represent the anointing of the Holy Spirit to a
seeking soul.


Healing:- Can represent
the Balm of Gilead on hurting and broken people, or relief to a person with a
physical sickness (Jer 8:22, Jer 46:11, Mal 4:2, Luk 9:6).


MEDIUM


Consulting the dead:- It
can represent someone that consults the dead, which is an abomination to God.
It can therefore point to someone that is engaged in activities that can lead
to eternal damnation (Is 29:4, Lev 20:27).


MELODY [song]


Worship calling:- A
calling to a worship ministry (Ps 95:6, Ps 138:2).


Celebration:- Joy and
celebration of victory (1 Sam 18:6, 1 Chron 15:16). Praising and worshipping
God (2 Chron 5:13, 2 Chron 7:6, 2 Chron 20:19), or having fellowship with Him.


Idol worship:- Idol or
satanic worship (Dan 3:5, 7, Is 2:8).


Own power:- Can also
point to a person who is dependent on their own power and lives a fleshly [worldly] lifestyle (Amos 6:5).


MELONS [computer]


Worldly abundance:- Can
refer to worldly abundance and fleshly pleasures (Num 11:5), or how that the
person is receiving false [worldly] messages (Ps
119:104).


MEMORY STICK


Memories:- It refers to
memories, knowledge and information that is established in your mind (Gen 9:16,
Ex 13:3).


Golden memory stick:-
Precious or righteous memories. Pure thoughts of the past (1 Chron 16:12, Deut
4:10).


MENSTRUATION


Unclean:- From a
Biblical perspective, it pointed to the uncleanness of a woman (Lev 12:5).


New life:- It can point
to fruitfulness and the promise of new life, a new season or a new cycle in
your life (Hab 3:2).


MENU


Guide of teachings:- It
can be a guide to the teachings in the Word of God, or a reminder that the Word
is all which is necessary for food [knowledge, wisdom and
revelation] (Rev 1:2, 2 Pet 3:5).


MERCURY [quicksilver]


Earnest:- Spirit of
supplication [humble and earnest prayer, petition, earnest
request] (1 King 8:54, Zech 12:10).


Eloquence:- Can point to
a person who is eloquent and very good at doing business (Act 14:12).


Flexibility:- It can
also refer to quicksilver, a metal which is remarkable for its fusibility [convertible from a solid to a fluid state by heat].


Healing:- Preparation
for the healing that you have prayed for (Prov 3:8, Jer 33:6).


Warning:- It can be a
warning that the person or situation is not positive [poisonous]
and that you should steer away from them/it (Deut 32:33, Ps 140:3).


MESSAGE


Message from God:-
A message from the Lord which you have been waiting for patiently (1 John 1:5).
[take careful notice of where the message comes from as it
will give you the clues as to what it may mean].


MESSENGER


Angel:- It can indicate
the presence of and angel or a representative of the Lord bringing you a
message (Gen 16:7, Gen 24:7).


Spirit revelation:- It
can be a reminder for you to listen to a message that was given to you by the
Holy Spirit [who is in you].


Jesus:- It can also
represent Jesus who came as a messenger to prepare the way for us (Mal 3:1, Luk
7:27, Mark 1:2).


MICE [rats]


Sensitive:- Can point to
having very sensitive hearing [can hear and discern the
voice of the Lord] (Job 12:11).


Curse:- It can also
point to the presence of a curse (2 Tim 1:7).


Uncleanness:- It can be
a warning against uncleanness and deception (Lev 11:29).


Nervous person:- Refer
to a nervous, easily disturbed and offended person.


Destroying of fruit:-
Someone wicked destroying fruit of the land and body (1 Sam 6:4).


Plague:- Warning of a
plague (Lev 26:21).


Suspicion:- To be
suspicious, or on the watch for suspicion.


Tumour:- Symbolizes a
tumour, boil (1 Sam 6:4-18).


Abomination:- Points to
the presence of an abomination (Is 66:17). Sin in a person’s life (Lev 11, 29).


MICROBUS [minivan,
kombi, bus]


Family ministry:-
Usually used to transport a family, therefore it can be associated with
involvement in a family ministry. It can also point to guidance from the Lord
that you have to invest more time in your own family (1 Tim 5:8).


MICROPHONE


Announcement:- It can
show that an announcement will be made. Be on the alert! (Joel 3:9, Job 28:3).


Teaching ministry:- It
can mean being called to a teaching ministry to large groups of people (Tit
2:7, 1 Tim 4:13, Ps 81:10).


Magnified teaching:- The
person’s voice [teaching of the Word] will be
magnified (John 1:23).


MICROSCOPE


Detailed investigation:-
Shows someone who is very detailed in what they do and who investigates the
innermost truths and background of Scripture (Is 30:20, Deut 4:29).


Discernment:- It can
also be a call to be more careful in discernment in your daily doings (1 Cor
11:28).


MICROWAVE OVEN


Accelerated preparation of the Word:-
Can indicate that the preparation of food [the Word]
will be accelerated in order to bring it more quickly to people (Hab 2:3, Is
60:22, Rom 9:28).


Quick results:- It can
be a promise that what you have been waiting for will be ready sooner than
expected.


Impatience:- It can
point to an impatient person that wants quick results1.


MIDGET


Demonic stronghold:-
Often represents a demonic power or stronghold in a person’s life. Normally it
is not strong and authority can be taken over it in the Name of Jesus (Luk
4:33).


MIDNIGHT


Jesus’ return:-
Symbolizes the unexpected return of Christ. The Bride must be ready (Rev 21:2).


Prepare:- Can be a
warning to get your life in order (Mat 25:6, Mark 13:35, Luk 12:38).


Judgment:- Time of
judgment and death to the unrighteous (Ex 11:4, Ex 12:29).


Crisis:- Can also show
going through an intense crisis [of intense darkness,
extended gloom] (Zeph 1:15).


MILITARY AIRCRAFT [aircraft,
vehicles- aircraft]


Spiritual warfare ministry:-
If you are flying the jet, you will lead a Spirit driven spiritual warfare
ministry (Is 13:5).


Call to spiritual warfare:-
If you only see or observe a fighter jet, it can mean that you must enter into
spiritual warfare before you can receive revelations from the Lord (Rom 16:25).


Prepare for battle:- Be
prepared for the battle! The Lord wants to mightily use you as a prayer warrior
(1 King 8:44).


- Bomber airplane


Sudden inroads against the
enemy:- Shows that there will be sudden and large inroads made against
the works of the enemy in times of spiritual warfare (Josh 10:37).


- Jet airplane


Fast growing Holy
Spirit ministry:- This
points to a powerful and fast growing ministry flowing in the gifts of the
Spirit (Is 49:6).


Holy Spirit
led business:- It can be a fast growing business guided by the working
of the Holy Spirit.


MILL


Spiritual nourishment:-
A mill can refer to firmness and undaunted courage (Job 41:24).


Affliction:- It can also
refer to oppression and affliction (Is 3:15).24


Word interpretation:-
Grain [the Word] is ground [interpreted
and analysed] at the mill, which points to a place where the Word of God
is interpreted so that it can be consumed easier [Bible
school] (Ex 18:20).


MILK [food]


Spiritual nourishment:-
It is spiritual nourishment from the Lord (1 Pet 2:2).


Basic Word:-
Receiving teaching on the foundational principles of God’s Word (Gen 18:8, 1
Pet 2:2, Heb 5:12, 13, 1 Cor 3:2).


Spiritual immaturity:-
It can also show still being spiritually immature.


Holiness:- A call to be
holy in order to receive God’s promises 2 [promised land of
milk and honey].


MILLIPEDE


Promise of blessings:-
Literally comes before the rain [blessings of the Lord].


Changing circumstances:-
Symbol of a change in weather [circumstances will change].


Despised:- Neglected and
despised. The humiliation of Christ (Ps 22:6).


Tormented:- To be
tormented.


Soulish actions:- It is
when soulish actions [pride, self-will, self-righteousness,
desire, malice, envy, shame, sorrow, despair] do not die. This results
in everlasting fire [either material, or worse] of
everlasting torment (Is 66:24. Mar 9:44).


MINISTER


Teacher of the Word:-
Can be symbolic of a person that teaches the Word or is called to be a teacher.
It can also represent Jesus [our Teacher] (Act
26:16, Rom 13:4, 1 Tim 4:6).


MINT


Tithing:- Can refer to a
call to pay your tithes or to make a contribution to ministry (Deut 14:22). 25.
It was the tithe which the Jews were most scrupulously exact in paying (Matt
23:23, Luk 11:42).


Untarnished:- Symbolic
of someone [or something] that is without sin,
untarnished and unblemished (Rev 14:5, Col 1:22).


Something new:-
Associated with a new thing that will be revealed. A positive expectation of
something new to be revealed (Ez 36:26, Is 62:2).


Naive:- Descriptive of a
naïve trusting expectation (Ps 112:7, 2 Sam 22:3).


Pristine:- Descriptive
of a person that is unaffected and untouched by the things of the world (Eph
5:27, Dan 1:4). Like a fresh taste to the mouth!


MINSTREL [clown]


Mockery:- It shows that
the person is making mockery [mocking spirit] of a
certain situation or is humiliating himself (Prov 14:6, Prov 1:26, 1 King
18:27).


Insincere:- The person
is not sincere in what he is involved with (Gal 6:7).


Rebellious:- It can also
point to a rebellious attitude in a person (Hab 2:6, Mark 15:31).


Joyful person:- In a
positive sense it can represent a joyful person full of humour and joy that is
always prepared to encourage [build up] other
people.


Fun:- It is a person
that can see the fun side of life (Is 66:5, Prov 10:23).


MIRE [mud]


Way of the flesh:- Way
of the flesh, warning against ignorance, evil and involvement in sin (2 Peter
2:22, Ez 16:25).


Trampled:- To feel
trampled upon and downtrodden (2 Sam 22:43, Job 30:19, Ps 18:42).


Desperate:- desperate
and unable to handle a specific situation (Ps 69:2).


Absence of the Holy
Spirit:- The absence of
the Holy Spirit (Jer 38:6) which leads to dealing with issues in your own
power.


MIRROR


Uncompleted spiritual insight:-
An awareness that we do not have full spiritual insight or awareness (1 Cor
13:12).


Living the Word:-
A call not to only listen and know the Word of God but to start living and
implementing it (Jam 1:23).


Vanity:- A person
looking in a mirror can symbolize vanity and pride (Est 1:17, Prov 16:18).


- Bronze mirror


As God
sees you:- You do not see yourself as God sees you and need to look
through the eyes of Jesus when He looks at you with love and affection (1 Cor
13:12).


- Rear-view
mirror


Relevant past:- The Lord
is making you aware of things in your past which will give you greater
understanding of current circumstances (Ps 77:5, Ecc 3:5, 2 Cor 3:6).


Spiritual slide:- It can
be a warning that the person is spiritually going backwards (Jer 3:22, Hos
11:7).


MISCARRIAGE [see
also birth]


Lack of growth:- It can
show that the seed which was planted did not grow and multiply. Fruit cannot be
expected.


Failure of dream:- It
can point to a dream or vision of the heart that will not be achieved or which
will fail before it has been established [such as a housing
project which is liquidated before the new owner can take occupation]
(Ps 58:8, Jam 1:15).


MISSILE


Significant change:- A
missile carries explosive power, travels through the air with immense force and
can make significant changes in a short space of time (2 Chron 29:36, Act
2:22).


Apostolic ministry:- It
can therefore be associated with an apostolic ministry.


Sudden progress:- A
sudden and powerful move of the Holy Spirit bringing vast strides of progress
(Zeph 1:18).


Undetected danger:- Like
fiery arrows shot out of the dark, a missile can travel undetected for long
distances and cause havoc and turmoil (Prov 6:15, Ps 64:7).


Sudden attack:- It can
therefore symbolize a sudden and unexpected attack coming against you (Ps 64:4,
Jud 1:10).


MISSIONARY


Missionary calling:-
Prepared to become a missionary and willingness to spread the Gospel (Eph
6:15).


Equipped for your calling:-
Also show being ready and prepared to spread the Gospel (Luke 7:38, Matt 3:11).


Respect:- Respect and
holiness (Gen 14:23, Mar 1:7, Ez 16:10, Is 9:5)


MIST


Spiritual blindness:-
Spiritual blindness (Act 13:11).


Unclear:- Being unclear
on what to do and which direction to take (1 Cor 14:8).


MOB


Disorderly assembly:- It
points to unruly behaviour to protest about something (Is 13:4, 2 Chron 15:5).
It can also reflect inner turmoil and emotional upheaval in a person (Mark
5:39).


MOBILE HOME [caravan,
house trailer]


Travelling ministry:-
This shows that you may be involved in a ministry or business which will
involve a lot of traveling. You should not have too many things that tie you
down (2 Cor 8:19, Zech 1:17, Rom 10:15).


Transitional period:- Can
also point to a temporary and/or transitional period.


MOBILE PHONE [cell
phone]


Message from God:-
It can show that the Lord has a message for you or it can be a call to listen
carefully and discern what the Lord wants to tell you (Judg 3:20, Is 62:11, Rev
4:1).


Call to pray:- A cell
phone can also represent a call to pray as you are neglecting your
communication [worship, praise and thanksgiving]
with the Lord (Ps 5:2, Ps 32:6).


Direct communication from God:-
It represents direct communication [a message or prophetic
word] from God (Gen 15:1).


- Mobile phone kiosk


Doorway to heaven:-
Doorway to heaven, place to find direct communication with God (Gen 35:15, 1
King 13:1).


Place where God
can be directly contacted:- Doorway to heaven, place of direct
communication with God.


- Someone phoning you


Call to intercession:-
It can show that the person has a deep need for someone to counsel or support
them, or be a call from the Lord to intercede on behalf of them.


- Mobile phone
repairperson or technician


Restoring your connection with God:-
Can represent an angel sent to warn you that your connection to the Lord has
been interrupted or broken off. You have to spend more time in fellowship with
the Lord


MOCKING BIRD


Humiliating others:-
Someone who is inclined to humiliating others (Luk 23:11, Mark 15:31).


MODEL


Fake:- Points to someone
that is fake and not sincere in what they do or say. He just presents a front
(Gal 4:9).


Puppet:- Can symbolise
someone that is manipulated by others to do exactly what they want him to do [a slave] (1 Sam 8:16).


MOLD


Depressing circumstances:-
Something that forms in cold and damp circumstances. It can point to depressing
circumstances that the person finds him in. Difficulty and unhealthy
circumstances (Jos 9:5, Is 10:18).


MOLE


Hidden motives:- It can
be a warning about hidden motives or actions that are aimed at causing you
harm. Pray and ask the Lord to reveal it to you (2 Cor 4:2).


MONASTERY [monk]


Withdrawn:- It can
represent a place where a person that is not prepared to deal with day to day
issues [feels that if he ignores it, it will go away]
can withdraw into himself and hope that it will go
away (Jer 15:17, Is 63:3).


MONEY


Provider:- God our
provider (Hag 2.8).


Earthly riches:- It can
symbolize the promise of earthly riches (Job 3:15, Job 22:24, Is 2:7, Mat 10:9,
Act 3:6, Act 20:33, Rev 18:12).


Spiritual riches:-
Spiritual riches accumulated in heaven (Mat 6:19, Act 17:29; 1 Pet 1:7, 18, 1
Pet 3:3, Jam 5:3).


Greed:- The deception of
greed and the riches of the world (Job 3:15, Job 22:24, Is 2:7, Mat 10:9, Act
3:6, Act 20:33, Rev 18:12).


- Counterfeit money


Counterfeit:-
Counterfeit. Point to a deceptive person or circumstances that are trying to
deceive you.


- Foreign currency


Foreign revelations:- It
can show that you will receive spiritual revelations from foreign sources [either from a foreign visitor, tape, programme or book].


- Golden coins


Sufficient faith:-
Promise that the Lord will provide you with sufficient faith to deal with the
issues you are facing (Luk 17:5, Luk 22:32).


- Money [note]


Spiritual insights:- It
can point to spiritual insights of great value [published]
(Ps 119:160, Prov 25:11).


Valued person:- A person
of great value and virtue (Prov 31:10).


MONKEY [baboon]


Humiliating:- Someone
who is inclined to humiliating others (Luk 23:11, Mark 15:31).


Irritating person:- An
irritating person who does and says foolish [stupid]
things (Job 11:12, Prov 9:13, Is 44:25).


Lively:- A monkey can be
associated with an active, curious and lively person. Someone who seems to talk
a lot, will always be involved in lively activities, and is full of practical
jokes and pranks (James 1:19, Job 8:21).


Untrustworthy:-
Untrustworthy or judgmental (Ps 31:3, Prov 20:19).


Idolatry:- A weak
person, aping foreign religions [idolatry] (Jer
5:21).


Unwise:- Someone acting
silly [not thinking what they are doing] (Prov 9:13,
Ez 13:3).


Fool:- Relying on the
wisdom of man [a fool] (Jer 10:8).


Mimic:- To mimic
another’s actions (Rom 2:20).


Humiliating:- Someone
who is inclined to humiliating others (Luk 23:11, Mark 15:31).


Irritating person:- An
irritating person who does and says foolish [stupid]
things (Job 11:12, Prov 9:13, Is 44:25).


MONKEY EARS


Sense of humour:- Points
to someone with a delightful sense of humour or who hears clearly from the
Lord36.


Mocking spirit:- Caution
of the presence of a mocking spirit.


MONKS [monastery]


Withdrawn:- It can
represent a person who has withdrawn into himself and is not prepared to deal
with day to day issues [feels that if he ignores it, it
will go away] (Jer 15:17, Is 63:3).


MONSTER [python,
serpent]


Stronghold:- It can
represent an evil presence or a stronghold in your life.


Unpredictable:- Can also
represent a person with unpredictable and deceptive manners in all the areas of
his life.


Divination:- Someone
with a spirit of divination (Act 16:16, Ez 12:24).


Suffocating person:- or
an overpowering and suffocating personality.


Stifling the work of the Holy
Spirit:- A person or
circumstances, squeezing out the working of the Holy Spirit and/or stifling new
initiatives (Acts 16:6, Hos 4:12, Jer 51:34).


MONUMENT [pillar]


Memorial:- A memorial [to remember an important event] (Gen 28:28).


Witness:- Can represent
a witness to an agreement (Gen 31:52).


Remarkable person:- A
reminder of a remarkable person or event in your life (Gen 35. 2 Sam 18).


Founded in Christ:-
Shows that the person is well founded in Christ [Job 9].


Church:- It can also
symbolize the church of Christ (1 Tim 3:15).


Overcomer:- An overcomer
(Rev 3:12).


MOON


Call to worship:- It can
be a call to worship Him (Is 66:23, Ps 148:3).


Comfort:- The Lord
giving you comfort [light] in a time of trial [darkness] and depression (Is 60:19-20, Ps 121:6).


Reflection:- It can also
represent someone [moon] who is reflecting the
brilliance of the Lord. A beautiful and lovable person (Song 6:10).


Provision:- It can
represent the gifts and provision of the Lord (Jer 31:35).


Jesus’ return:- It is
one of the symbols that will show the signs of the Lord’s return (Luk 21:25).


Healing:- The promise of
healing [at the new moon with healing in His wings]
(Ez 46:1, Is 30:26).


New season:-
Announcement of a new season in your life (Ps 104:19, Ps 81:3).


Idolatry:- Warning of an
idol, or the worship of false gods (Hos 5:7, Is 24:23). It can also be a
warning of the worship to the queen of heaven [manifested
in astrology, occult, water spirits] and false religions (Is 1:13, 2
King 23:5, Deut 17:3).


- Full moon


Presence of Jesus:-
The fullness and presence of Jesus [reflecting the Love of
the Father] revealed in our lives.


- Moon as red as blood


Wrath against evil:-
Announcing the glorious day of the Lord when His wrath will be unleashed
against the evil and unrighteous (Rev 6:12-17, Act 2:20, Joel 2:31).


- Moon in eclipse


Tribulation:- A warning
of a time of tribulation (Mark 13:24, Mat 24:29, Joel 3:5).


MORGUE


Dead congregation:- Can
represent a congregation that is spiritually dead, or where the Holy Spirit is
not present or welcome (Jam 2:26, Eph 5:14).


MORNING


Something new:- It
announces a new day and points to the beginning of something new [such as a new ministry, business or enterprise] (Is 58:8,
Ps 30:5).


Ahead of you:- Shows
something that is before or in front of you (Job 23:8-9).


MOSS


Uncertain:- Descriptive
of a person filled with uncertainty and not secure (Mark 4:40, 2 King 19:26,
Jer 12:5).


Stability:- A person
that prefers a stable, non-threatening work environment (Deut 20:8, Is 32:2).


Financial threat:- It
can be a caution to be cautious in financial transactions (Deut 20:8, Is 32:2).


Clad or covered:-
Symbolic of a person that is safe [covered with protection]
(1 Sam 30:23, Is 59:17).


Worldly dependence:-Descriptive
of a person that would look at worldly provision and is prone to turn away from
God [in the same way that moss grows in the shady and
non-sunny side of a tree] (Act 7:39).


MOSQUITO


Unclean spirit:- The
presence of an unclean spirit (Lev 11:29, 43).


Irritating thoughts:-
Irritating thoughts and attacks on your person and personality (Ex 8:21).


Parasite:- It can also
represent someone who drains your energy [parasite]
with their demands on your time and resources.


MOTEL [hotel]


Restoration:- It can
represent a place of rest and recovery (Luk 10:34, Is 61:1-3, Ps 69:4).


Temporary:- It can also
tell you that the ministry, business or career that you are involved in is of a
temporary nature. Be prepared to move on when the Lord gives the call (Act
7:29).


Place of rest:- A place
or position of rest and restoration. To rest in the Lord and to refrain from
trying to do things in your own power (Ps 37:7, Ps 91:1, Is 14:3).


MOTH


Not founded in Word:-
Can point to a person that is not well founded in the Word (Job 4:19).


Undermining spirit:- The
presence of a destructive and undermining spirit (Job 13:28, Is 50:9).


Corruption:- Rottenness
and undetected corruption in that which seems to be strong and well established
(Hos 5:12).


- Moth in a flame


Rebuke:- Rebuke of God
against iniquities (Matt 6:19).


Loss of wealth:- It can
also be a caution that wealth will be destroyed (Ps 39:12).


MOTHER


Natural:- It can refer
to your natural mother, your mother’s characeristics reflected in you or can
refer to your role as a mother.


Source:- It can
represent the source or origin of an idea or initiative, or your native country
or nation (Is 50:1, 12, Hos 2:4, Hos 4:5).


Caring person:- It can refer
to a kind, caring and tender person, or someone who gives good [wise] advice (Is 66:13).


Respected:- A respected
person (Gen 24:28, 50, 53, 55).


Comfort:- Someone who
comforts and cares for you (Is 66:13).


Mother city:- Large
cities [often the first city in a country e.g. Cape Town]
are referred to as the mother city (2 Sam 20:19, Gal 4:26).


Church:- A mother can
also be representative of a church, where people are comforted, nurtured and
cared for1.


Earth:- From a worldly
context the earth can be referred to as mother (Job 1:21).


Holy Spirit
comfort:- It can show that the person is being comforted by the Holy
Spirit (John 3:3, Gal 4:26).


Source of iniquity:- Can
represent the source of iniquity (Rev 17:5).


- Mother-in-law


Meddling:- Can be a
warning that someone is meddling in your affairs (1 Pet 4:15).


Religious spirit:- It
can represent a person with a religious spirit [legalistic]
(Mat 23:27).


Contractual agreement:-
This can refer to an unfavourable contractual agreement [legal
relationship].


- Mother -
living


Current source:- Can represent
your current source of care and provision, [physical,
emotional or spiritual] such as an employer or congregation (Ps 65:9, 1
Tim 5:8).


- Mother -
deceased


Previous employer:- It
can speak of your previous employer, ministry or congregation where you were
nurtured, taught and provided for (Gen 30:30).


Resolved:- It can point
to bloodline curses from your mother’s side that has been broken and that you
are set free.


MOTOR [vehicles
– motor]


Person’s life:- As with
other vehicles, it symbolizes a person’s life, career, ministry, business, an
activity or involvement in something (2 Kings 10:16). The type of car often
relates or corresponds to the type of business or trade the person is called to
or involved in.


- Car with powerful engine


Great ability:- A big
powerful engine can show that the person has the ability to generate great
energy to develop the business or ministry through the power of the Holy Spirit
(Luk 24:49).


- Car with small engine


Little ability:- a
smaller engine can point to limited energy to develop the business or ministry
through the power of the Holy Spirit (Luk 24:49).


- Car parked at top of
hill


Call to prayer:- A hill
[a higher place] is somewhere you can see far off
into the distance [see better] or a place of
retreat. It can therefore show that you need to set aside your fervent activity
and seek the presence of the Lord for guidance and restoration (Acts 9:31).


- Car breakdown


Difficulty:- This can be
seen as a warning that your career, life or ministry will be affected by
difficulty, or that you may run into difficulties and obstacles [even totally stopped] in the things you are involved in
(Prov 18:14).


- Car accident or
collision [involved in]


Confrontation:- This is
a warning of impending conflict and confrontation, or a mistake, sin or poor
judgment which will cause harm to your life, business or ministry (Acts 8:30).


- Car wreck


Witness to a failure:-
If you are not involved in a wreck or you are driving past a wrecked car, be on
the lookout for clues, as you may be a witness of such a failure or you may be
in a position to warn someone of an impending failure that will affect their
lives!


Impending failure:-This
is a warning that your business or ministry can fail or be closed down suddenly
and unexpectedly (Prov 16:18).


Danger:- It can also be
a warning that your life is in danger and that you have to submit to God in
prayer and pleading.


- Convertible car [open roof]


Transparent person:- An
uncovered or open convertible car can show that the person is very open [transparent] and does not hide his true nature (Deut 5:24,
Is 21:2).


Boasting:- The opposite
can also be true as an uncovered car or roof down can indicate boasting,
arrogance and displaying self in an arrogant manner (Est 2:20).


- Convertible car [closed roof]


Hidden issues:- As a car
can symbolize a person’s life, this can indicate whether he has hidden issues
or sins. If the convertible is covered or the roof is raised, it can show that
he is hiding his true self from others (Josh 7:20).


- Car engine


Person’s abilities:-
This the mechanism which generates energy to move the car forward and can
therefore refers to a person’s particular abilities.


Power and energy:- A big
powerful engine can show the ability to generate great energy to develop the
business or ministry, whereas a small engine can point to limited energy (Luk
24:49; Acts 10:38).


- Driving a car


In charge:- Actively
involved in, or managing a business, enterprise or heading a ministry. The type
of car will reveal the type of initiative the person is involved in (Is 55:4).


- New car


New activity:- Can
symbolize involvement in something new in your life, career, ministry, business
or activity (2 Kings 10:16). The type of car often relates or corresponds to
the type of business or trade the person is called to, or involved in.


- Old beat-up
car


Respected:- It can
represent someone or even a career that you can look at with warmth and
affection even though it does not appear to be attractive to the world (James
2:23, Matt 22:16).


Battered:- This can
symbolize a person, business or ministry which has been battered, abused and
not maintained properly (Zech 11:16).


- Passenger in the car [sitting in the
back seat]


Follower:- It can show
that you are being prepared to be a follower [passive
participant], either as a member of a ministry or business, or just
allowing yourself to be led by the Spirit of the Lord (Rom 8:14, Gal 5:18).


Side-lined:- It can show
that you are on the side-line [you are present but not
actively involved] in the management of a business, enterprise or a
ministry. The type of car will reveal the type of initiative you will be
observing (Ps 107:43; Is 55:4).


- Red sports car


Dynamic and energetic person:-
This can represent a fast growing and dynamic business, ministry or enterprise.
It can also show a dynamic and energetic person (2 Chron 32:7).


Youthful arrogance:-
This can symbolize youthful arrogance or anger in a person’s life (2 Sam 15:1,
14).


- Travel very fast in a
car


Energetic pursuit of
objectives:- This can show pursuing the objectives of the business or
ministry you are involved in, with great speed and energy (Acts 17:15).


- White car


Righteous person:- White
is a reflection of purity and righteousness, therefore this can show that the
ministry, person or business can be characterized by righteousness and purity
(Dan 6:22, Tit 2:7).


- Limousine


Wealth:- Can be associated
with financial wealth and prosperity, or being publicly recognized for your
work or contributions (Col 3:24).


Own importance:- This
can be seen as a warning that you are beginning to place too much emphasis on
the success of your ministry, business and your own importance (Jer 48:23).


- Black limousine


Spirit of darkness:-
This can symbolize a business, ministry or person which carries the mark and
presence of the spirit of darkness (Mat 6:23).


- Emergency vehicle


Call to prayer:- If it
is an ambulance or police vehicle it can be a warning to enter into a time of
prayer against a negative event which can be expected (Ez 33:4).


Something new:- If it is
a construction emergency vehicle it can be a warning that you may be involved
in an event or enterprise that will create something new (Prov 1:23).


MOTORBIKE [motorcycle]


Driven by the Holy
Spirit:- It can
represent operating and being driven by the power and inspiration of the Holy
Spirit (1 Joh 4:13).


Prayer:- Someone who is
able to pray under the inspiration of the Holy Spirit (1 Joh 3:24).


Advisor calling:- A
calling to an individual business or ministry opportunity as a consultant,
counsellor or advisor (1 Sam 15:23, Jude 1:20).


Own power:- A person on
a motorcycle is normally on their own, meaning they have enormous power at
their disposal to use at own will (2 Cor 12:10).


Independent spirit:- It
can therefore symbolize an independent spirit, someone focused on own needs and
plans, wanting to do their own thing. Someone with a rebellious streak, wanting
to do and achieve things their own way (2 Tim 4:2).


MOUNTAIN [hill]


Place of worship:- Place
of worship (John 4:20, Luk 9:28).


Seat of government:- It
can represent the seat of the government [kingdom]
of a country (Ez 20:40).


Holy place:- The Holy
place of God. Jerusalem. The place of truth.


Long life:- The promise
of a long life (Zech 8:3-4, Dan 9:16).


Safe place:- A place of
hiding and safety (John 6:15, Gen 14:10).


Revelation:- A place of
revelation (2 Pet 1:18, Rev 21:10).


Obstacle removed:- A
promise from the Lord that He will remove the major obstacle which is before
you (Zech 4:7).


Promotion:- Promise that
the Lord will promote you and take you to higher places [position
of power and authority] (Ez 17:22).


Trusting in people:- It
can show someone who puts their trust in people [for safety
and protection] rather than in the Lord (Amos 6:1).


Major obstacle:- It can
represent a major obstacle [difficult situation].


Desolation:- God made
Cain’s mountains a desolation because his heart was not with God (Lam 5:18).


- Bottom or foot of
mountain [valley]


Place of decision-making:-
It can be a place where you need to make decisions


Escape route:- A way
out, an escape route (Zech 14:5, Ps 23:4) even though things may not look
positive.


Fruitful place:- This is
normally a fruitful place and can show that you are entering a place or time
where your seed [inputs] will be invested where it
will reap an abundant return.


Place of hope:- It is
also a place of hope [valley of Achor (Is 65:10)]. A
way out, or of escape (Zech 14:5, Ps 23:4) even though things may not look so
positive.


Time of testing:- A low
place, time of testing or difficulty time. If it is a dry, arid valley it can
show entering a place of testing and tribulation such as Joseph did when he was
thrown into the pit in the valley of Shechem.


Division:- It can show
division (Zech 14:1, 4) and that you are unable to choose which mountain [challenge] to climb.


- Burnt or black mountain


Demoted:- Can represent
a person who is demoted or removed from a position of power or authority (Jer
51:25).


Defeated:- It can also
show that a person is being defeated in a personal struggle (Mark 11:23).


- Paper mountain


Imagined obstacle:- It
can be something that looks like an obstacle but which will not delay you or
cause you any difficulty (Is 42:16).


Paperwork:- It can point
to paperwork [red tape] which has to be completed in
order for you to achieve your goal.


- Snow on mountain


Blocking of the Holy
Spirit:- Water is a
symbol of the Holy Spirit, snow [frozen water] can
therefore symbolize the blocking or delay of the functioning of the Holy
Spirit.


Promotion delayed:- It
can show that the Lord is holding back promotion or position of authority, [not revealing it] until certain spiritual principles or
conditions have been adhered to (1 John 3:2, 1 Pet 5:1).


Predictable:- Shows that
a person is predictable [like snow in winter] and
will deliver what they have promised (Prov 25:13).


MOUNTAIN RESORT


Place of rest:- A place
or position of rest and restoration. To rest in the Lord and to refrain from
trying to do things in your own power (Ps 37:7, Ps 91:1, Is 14:3).


MOURNING [ahes]


Destroyed:- Something
which has been completely destroyed. A marriage, a memory, sin, or even a stronghold
in your life (Is 61:3).


Mourning:- It can also
show that the person is bereaved (Ez 28:18).


MOUSE [rat]


Unclean spirit:- Unclean
and deceiving spirit.


Sin:- Sin in a person’s
life (Lev 11:29).


Curse:- It can also
point to a curse in a person’s life (2 Tim 1:7).


Uncleanness:- It can be
a warning against uncleanness and deception (Lev 11:29).


Nervous person:- Refer
to a nervous, easily disturbed and offended person.


Destroying of fruit:-
Someone wicked destroying fruit of the land and body (1 Sam 6:4).


Plague:- Warning of a
plague or betrayer (Lev 26:21).


Suspicion:- To be
suspicious, or on the watch for suspicion.


Tumour:- Symbolizes a
tumour, boil (1Sam 6:4-18).


Abomination:- Points to
the presence of an abomination (Is 66:17).


Discernment:- Can point
to someone who has very sensitive hearing [able to hear and
discern the voice of the Lord] (Job 12:11).


MOUSTACHE


Divination:- Can show
involvement in divination (Mic 3:7).


MOUTH [lips]


Wise person:- Can show
someone who is wise and speaks the truth (Ps 37:30, Ps 49:3).


Worship:- Praising and
worshipping the Lord (Ps 40:3, Ps 51:15).


Prophetic anointing:- It
can point to a prophetic anointing (Prov 15:23, Is 48:3). To flow in the Holy
Spirit.


Cleansed from iniquity:-
It can also show that the Lord has cleansed you from iniquity (Is 6:7).


Big mouth:- A person
with a big mouth who boasts and slanders others (Ps 62:4, Ps 36:3, Ps 50:19, Ps
55:21).


- Hand over mouth


Consternation:- Shows
consternation and inability to deal with difficult situations (Dan 10:15).


- Misformed mouth


Deceptive teaching:- Can
point to misleading and deceptive speech [false teachings]1.


- Tongue


Words of the righteous:-
The mouth or words of the righteous (Is 49:2). Children (Ps 127:5).


God’s direction:- The
Word of the Lord’s deliverance. Words of direction. In scripture, the arrows [words coming off the tongue] of God are the apprehensions
of his wrath. It pierces the conscience and pains the receiver (Job 6:4, Ps
38:2).


God’s judgment:-
Figuratively speaking arrows [words coming off the tongue]
represent the judgment of God against His enemies (2 Sam 22:15, Deut 32:23, Ps
18:14, Zech 9:14).


Slander:- Slanderous,
fault-finding, rebellious words and malicious purposes of people with evil
intent against the righteous (Ps 11:2). Words of accusation, bitterness and
criticism (Ps 64:3).


Enemy’s attacks:-Enemy’s
destruction and attacks (Num 24:8).


Lies:- Lies and deceit
(Jer 9:8).


- Praying in tongues


Praying in the Spirit:-
Moving in the spiritual realm doing spiritual warfare and intercession (Mark
16:17).


MOVIE [fantasy,
not real]


Nor real:- Descriptive
of circumstances or situations that are not real [a fantasy]
(2 Pet 2:1).


MOVING [relocating]


Relocating:- You can
expect your ministry, business or family to be relocated [to
another geographical area or spiritual level] (Deut 1:7, Num 1:51, Num
9:22, Job 37:12, Ez 12:2-3).


MOVING VAN


Relocating:- Used to
help people to relocate, therefore it can indicate a big change. It can mean
that you can expect to relocate, buy or sell a new business, or be involved in
major changes (Act 6:14, Gen 12:1, Ez 12:3). Or you can expect your ministry,
business or family to be relocated [to another geographical
area or spiritual level] (Deut 1:7, Num 1:51, Num 9:22, Job 37:12, Ez
12:2-3).


MOW


Time with God:-
Shows that the person is actively spending time with the Lord, or other people,
in order the build and strengthen relationships (Phil 1:6, 1 John 1:3).


- Mowed grass


Mowed grass:- Mowed
grass can show that the person is taking care of his interpersonal
relationships, or his relationship with God (Amos 7:1-2).


MUCUS


Preventing discernment:-
Mucus that builds up and blocks the nose can show that the person’s discernment
[good judgment] is inhibited.


Discernment:- Nasal
mucus [snot] builds up in the nose to stop dust,
bacteria and other unclean issues to enter the lungs. It is associated with a
person with good discernment. Can also point to a person that prevents strange
influences to inhibit the flow of the Holy Spirit or to inhibit his
discernment26.


MUD [clay]


Way of the flesh:- Way
of the flesh, warning against ignorance, evil and involvement in sin (2 Peter
2:22). Involvement in sin (Ez 16:25).


Downtrodden:- To feel
trampled upon and downtrodden (2 Sam 22:43, Job 30:19, Ps 18:42).


Desperate:- It can show
feeling desperate and unable to handle a certain situation (Ps 69:2).


Absence of Holy
Spirit:- The absence of
the Holy Spirit (Jer 38:6) which leaves a person to deal with issues in their
own power.


- Mud on feet


Misled:- Someone who is
misled [involved with the wrong crowd] and overruled
is warned to turn back to solid ground [righteous paths]
before they fail and destruction follows (Jer 38:22).


- Muddy road


Sin:- The way of sin and
worldly ambition (Ez 16:25).


- Red mud


Bondage:- Refers to
spiritual bondage [especially rooted in anger, bitterness
and strife].


Under the curse:- A
person still lives under the curse [worldly] of the
law.


MULBERRY [balsam
tree]


Sorrow:- Mulberry sap
was used to balsam and preserve the bodies of those who had died. Its
association is therefore with death, sorrow and weeping (2 Sam 5:23, Ps 84:6).


MULE [donkey]


Hard working:- Shows
that you are a hardworking and strong person who is victorious in Christ but
who has a humble and kind personality (Zech 9:9, Matt 25:1, 1 Peter 2:16).


Independent:- It can
show someone who has an independent and obnoxious spirit.


Strong-willed:- A person
who tends to be strong-willed and unyielding. Difficult to get them to do that
which they must but does not feel like doing (Zech 7:11).


Once-off:- Unable to
produce seed to multiply and therefore can’t produce an offspring. In a
business sense it refers to a once-off opportunity that will be concluded once
the lifecycle is completed (Is 54:1).


MUMMY


Preserved:- Something
that is preserved or protected from putrefaction and decay (Gen 50:2, 26).


Fleshly lifestyle:- To
go against the Lord’s will by holding onto a fleshly lifestyle [or traditions] while He has called and released you into a
new spiritual life.


Trying to defeat Divine
purpose:- It can also be seen as an attempt to defeat God’s divine
purpose (Prov 6:18, 2 Sam 14:14).


MUNICIPALITY


Legalistic:- Can
represent a rigid, legalistic [established or traditional]
church, ministry or work environment (Luk 17:28).


MUSCLE


Power:- Muscles point to
the strength [power] of a person and can point to a
person with inner strength that can handle any circumstance.


















MUSEUM


Inheritance:- It can
represent your past [inheritance from ancestors], or
that the Lord is calling you to take note of your past life so as not to forget
your spiritual roots (Is 11:1, Jud 1:2).


MUSHROOMS


Fast growth:- It can be
a promise that the Lord will enable your business or ministry to grow [suddenly] very fast (Col 2:19, Eph 4:15, 2 King 2:9).


Fragile:- It can also
show that the business or ministry is fragile and that you have to take care of
it with diligence (Ps 65:10).


Good return:- A promise
that you will receive a good return on your investment [blessing]
without a lot of hard work (Ps 112:2).


Growing too fast:- It
can be a warning that your business or ministry is growing or expanding too
fast. If not properly cared for this can make it vulnerable to weakness (Act
7:19, 2 Pet 3:9, Heb 11:33-34).


Poisonous:- Mushrooms
can be very poisonous and therefore you have to be careful not to become
involved in a risky venture that is fragile and can cause failure [be poisonous] unexpectedly.


MUSIC


Celebration:- Joy and
celebration of victory (1 Sam 18:6, 1 Chron 15:16).


Praise:- Praising and
worshipping God (2 Chron 5:13, 2 Chron 7:6).


Idol worship:- Idol
worship (Dan 3:5, 7, Is 2:8).


Worldly lifestyle:- Can
point to a person who relies on their own power and lives a fleshly [worldly] lifestyle (Amos 6:5).


- Playing a musical
instrument


Praise and worship:- It
can mean praising and worshipping the Lord, having fellowship with the Lord, or
it can be a calling to a worship ministry (Ps 95:6, Ps 138:2). It can also
point to a person that ministers the Gifts of the Spirit1.


MUSIC BOX


Truth discovered:-
Someone who has discovered the truth of how to move in the Holy Spirit (Eph
1:13).


MUSSELS


Dependable:- It can
represent a stable and steadfast person who is quiet and reserved yet can be
depended upon [looks hard from the outside but is
tender-hearted] (1 Pet 3:8, Eph 4:32).


Unmovable:- Someone who
withdraws when they encounter resistance, conflict or confrontation or who is
difficult to move once they have taken a decision (Prov 18:1).


MUSTARD SEED [mustard
tree]


Faith:- It can represent
the power of the Holy Spirit manifested through faith [even
as small as a mustard seed] (Mat 13:31).


Trust:- It can show
someone who is beginning to trust the Lord (Mat 17:20, Luk 17:6).


MUSTARD TREE


Promise of greatness:- A
promise from the Lord that even though you are the least you will grow to
greatness in Christ (Mat 13:31-32, Mark 4:31).


Faith:- It also refers
to faith. Even though the mustard seed [faith] is
small, it will achieve great things by trusting Jesus (Mat 17:20, Luk 17:6).


Growth:- Can be a
promise that your small ministry or business will grow to accommodate many
disciples [branches] (Luk 13:19).


Great potential:- An
expression of something very small but with great potential (Mat 17:20, Luk
17:6).


Safety:- Can point to a
place of rest and safety (Luk 13:19) [resting under the
mustard tree].


MULBERRY TREE [balsam
tree]


Preserving of the dead:-
Mulberry sap was used to balsam the deceased and to preserve the bodies of
those who died. It’s therefore associated with death, sorrow and weeping (2 Sam
5:23, Ps 84:6). Can also point to a person that cannot bury an issue that is
dead, but tries to keep it alive cosmetically.


MYRRH


Obedience:- Bitter
suffering, obedience unto death (Matt 2:11, Heb 5:8, Matt 6:10).


MYRTLE TREE


Righteous person:-
Signifies a righteous person [Hadassah – Esther] and
therefore represents the saints and people of God (Est 2:7).


Pleasant person:- It
shows a pleasant person who seeks the presence of the Holy Spirit, does good
works acceptable to God and has a strong faith.


- Grove of myrtle trees


Spiritual office:-
Thought by some to be an emblem of this world where Christ, his apostles, and
other ministers of the Word, perform their offices according to the abilities
and gifts God has bestowed upon them (Is 55:13).54
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NAARTJIE [11,
naartjie, clementine]


Imperfection:- A
naartjie normally has 11 sections which points to imperfection, disorder, disorganization
and rebelliousness (Is 58:1).


Inner conflict:- It can
refer to internal conflict (Phil 1:3), discord, disorder, excess, violence
(Prov 29:22).


NAIL [to
build with]


Hope:- Hope and the
lightening of strife (Ezra 9:8).


Reliant:- A solid and
secure person [someone to rely on] (Is 22:23).


Conclude:- To conclude a
transaction [nail it down] (Amos 3:3).


Wise words:- Wise
person’s words are regarded as nails that secure the tent [a
person’s temporary earthly life] (Ecc 12:11).


To strengthen:- It can
be a desire to strengthen something (Is 41:7, Jer 10:4).


- To remove nails


Failing:- The nail
removed can mean that the person is failing or the burden that he is carrying
will be cut off (Is 22:25).


NAIL [on
fingers]


Purification:- It is a
symbol of purification and separation from unbelievers (Deut 21:12).


- Unkempt nails


Disturbed:- Unkempt [long] nails can indicate uncleanness or being mentally
disturbed (Dan 4:33).


NAIL FILE


Building character:-
Instrument of purification and character building of believers (Jam 1:12).


NAKED [nudity]


Revealed:- It can show
having nothing to hide, or the preparedness to risk the exposure of your
deepest feelings to others (John 3:20).


No baggage:- To be
without baggage.


Stripped:- Stripped of
your old nature. Ready to put on a new garment, new nature (Col 3:10).


Righteousness:- The
garment of righteousness (Zech 3:4).


Shame:- Symbolic of
shame or to be shamed (Rev 3:18, Rev 16:15). Shame and humiliation (Is 20:2- 4,
Lam 1:8, Hos 2:3, Nah 3:5).


Unprepared:- Unprepared
for what must be done. Inadequate preparation or without spiritual armour (Eph
6:11-17). Passiveness.


Sin exposed:- A person’s
sinful life and deeds have been exposed (John 3:20). Aware of sin in your life
(Gen 3:7, Job 22:6, 1 Cor 4:11). Uncovering of sin (Ez 23:29).


Breaking loose:- To
break loose or to cast away restraint (1 Cor 4:11, Ex 32:25, 2 Chron 28:19).


Perversion:- Homosexual
and perverted thoughts or involvement in such activities (Gen 9:22-23, Hab
2:15). Vulnerable to the attacks of the enemy.


Soul exposed:- Nakedness
in your soul.


Unrighteous:- Not
clothed with the righteousness of Christ (Rev 3:18).


NAP


Resting:- Resting or
inactive, refreshment, resting in the Lord (Ps 127:2).


At peace:- To be at
peace. Unconscious of worldly realities.


Spiritually asleep:- Not
understanding divine things. Conformed to the world. In a figurative sense it
can show death or to be spiritually dead (Deut 31:16, Job 14:12, Mat 9:24, Mar
5:39, Luk 8:52, John 11:11, 12, 1 Thes 4:14).


Lazy:- Sluggishness [a very lazy person] (Eph 5:14, Prov 6:9, Prov 6:10).


NARD [oil]


Precious:- Something
very precious and valuable, it can be likened to the anointing of the Lord
(Mark 14:3-5, John 12:3; 5). Therefore it can show that the Lord is telling you
that you are precious and valuable to Him and that He was prepared to sacrifice
Himself [His life-blood] to save and anoint you.


Gratitude:- Speaks of an
appreciative person full of gratitude (Col 3:15, Ps 100:4).


Genuine:- Associated
with a faithful 27 [genuine and honest] person (Num
12:7, Neh 7:2).


Separation:- It is a
symbol of purification and separation from unbelievers (Deut 21:12, Luk 2:22).


Costly:- Nard represents

or spiritual blessings (Gen 30:23, 24).


First Love:-
It can also refer to Jesus Christ as your first love. It can therefore also
refer to appreciation and thankfulness for what the Lord has done for you (Mark
12:30, Ps 100:4, Rev 2:4).


NATION [country,
land]


Provides context:- Try
to identify the outstanding characteristics the particular nation or country
stands for [especially to you] in order to
understand what it symbolizes. [for example Switzerland can
symbolize timeousness and neutrality. Germany can symbolize detail and
organized living. Scotland stinginess and the USA wealth and democracy].


NECK


Beauty:- Solomon saw the
neck as a tower for beauty (Son 4:4, Son 7:4).


Freedom:- It can
symbolize freedom [or to be set free] by being
released from a yoke of oppression. (Gen 27:40, Is 10:27, Jer 28:11, Jer 30:8).


Released:- It can be a
promise to be released from burdens and oppression (Gen 27:40, Is 10:27, Jer
28:11, Jer 30:8).


Willing sacrifice:- Can
show someone’s willingness to lay down his life [to take
risks] for his friends (Rom 16:4).


Authority:- It is also a
symbol of authority and status1.


- Golden scarf with black
spots around neck


Rebellion:- A person
acting as if righteous and that he has dealt with rebellion and contention1.


- Millstone round neck


Evil influence:- This
can mean a disgraceful person with an evil influence upon believers (Mat 18:6,
Mar 9:42, Luk 17:2).


- Falling someone around
the neck


Greeting:- A joyful and
emotional greeting (Gen 33:4, Gen 45:14, Gen 46:29, Luk 15:20, Act 20:37).


- Foot on one’s neck


Defeated:- Conquerors
put their foot on their enemy’s neck to show victory, them being conquered and
subjected (Josh 10:24, 2 Sam 22:41, Josh 10:24, Rom 16:20, Ps 110:1).


- Stiff necked


Rebellious:- Points to
an obstinate and rebellious [hard headed] person (Ex
32:9, Ex 33:3, 5, Ex 34:9, 2 Chron 30:8, 2 Chron 36:13, Neh 9:16, 17, 29, Ps
75:5).


Pride:- Can be symbolic
of haughtiness and pride (Prov 29:1, Jer 7:26, Is 48:4).


- Yoke on the neck


Hardship:- It symbolizes
hardship, dependence and subjection, a burden and a yoke (Deut 28:48, Jer 27:8,
11, 12, Jer 28:14, Act 15:10). It can also point to someone that is prepared to
work with others.


NEEDLE [sewing]


Earthly dependence:- It
can mean trusting in earthly possessions rather than spiritual dependence on
the Lord for Him to bring His salvation (Mar 10:24, Mar 10:25, Luk 18:25, John
5:44).


Rare:- In Biblical times

NET


Tool to catch souls:-
Evangelistic tool or mechanism [Gospel] to bring
people into the Kingdom (Mat 4:18-21, Mat 13:47, Luk 5:4, John 21:6-11).


Stronghold:- The
protection of the Lord, a fortified stronghold (Job 19:6).


Fulfilment:- Bringing
near the fulfilment and satisfaction we seek (Mark 1:16-18).


Trap:- Caution of
someone or something who wants to trap [or is trapping]
you, placing you in bondage, or a negative stronghold (Ps 35:7,8, Is 51:10, Ps
10:9, Ps 140:5).


Seduction:- An allegory
of flattery and seduction (Ecc 7:26, Prov 29:5).


Plotting evil:-
Involvement in something [such as to plan evil against
someone] that will cause harm to yourself (Job 18:8, Ps 9:15).


NETTLE


Mystic:- The nettle is
associated with the mystic and points to the soul life of a person [emotions] and human desire to see into the unseen (2 King
21:6, Dan 5:11).


Witchcraft:- The
negative association of nettle is witchcraft in order to take control over a
person 28 (Is 47:12, Num 23:23).


External appearance:- It
can point to a person focussed on external appearances29 (1 Sam 16:7, Act
23:3).


Fruitful growth:- It is
associated with something that grows well (Gen 3:18, Hos 10:8, Mat 7:16, Heb
6:8)30.


Cleansing:- Nettle can
be used to create medication that is can be used to cleanse kidneys. This is
symbolic of inner cleansing and healing.


NEWSPAPER


Message:- Take careful
note of that which is written in the newspaper as it will hold the clue to the
message the Lord is giving you.


Special event:- It can
be a warning of a special event or message for yourself or another person (Judg
3:20, Is 62:11, Hag 1:3, 1 John 1:5).


Negative event:- Warning
of a negative event to come (Is 28:19).


- Newspaper delivery

Angel:- It can indicate
the presence of and angel or a representative of the Lord bringing you a
message (Gen 16:7, Gen 24:7).


Spirit revelation:- It
can be a reminder for you to listen to a message that was given to you by the
Holy Spirit [who is in you].


Jesus:- It can also
represent Jesus who came as a messenger to prepare the way for us (Mal 3:1, Luk
7:27, Mark 1:2).


NIECE


Familiar spirit:- Can
refer to a familiar spirit, iniquity, representing your own characteristics or
inheritance (Is 19:3, Is 29:4, 2 Chron 33:6).


Shared inheritance:-
Some aspect of yourself that you need to acknowledge or recognise within
yourself (Is 19:3, Is 29:4, 2 Chron 33:6).


NIGHT [darkness]


Absence of God:-
The night [darkness] represents the absence of the presence
of the Lord [the Light] (Ps 18:11).


Unbeliever:- It can
therefore show that the person is an unbeliever or is separated from God due to
sin (Job 40:13).


Misled:- It can also
show that the person is misled, confused and is seeking direction (Ps 82:5).


Lost:- It can also show
that the person is lost, depressed and desperate (Ps 88:6, Col 1:13).


NIGHTDRESS [gown]


Prepared for revelations:-
Shows that you are prepared to rest in the Lord. To be relaxed in His presence.
Prepared to receive heavenly revelations [dreams and
visions] from the Lord (Job 7:14).


Unprepared:- Not
prepared for the battle [not dressed in spiritual armour]
(Eph 6).


NINE [9]


Harvest time:- Nine
shows that the time of fullness and harvesting has appeared (Luke 17:17, Luke
2:38, Mat 27:45).


Darkness:- Plague [the ninth] of darkness (Ex 10:21, 23).


Almost complete:- It can
point to something that is almost final but not yet complete [not ten] (2 Cor 10:5).


NINETEEN [19]


Worship:- Call to praise
and worship the Lord, even during a trial (Luk 2:38).


Valuable:- It can refer
to the loss of someone or something valuable during a period of strife and
in-fighting (2 Sam 2:30).


NIPPLE


Nurturing:- Can point to
a person that desires the love and nurturing of a mother. A need to be
‘mothered’ (Song 1:13).


NOISE


Divine intervention:-
God destroying your enemies (1 Sam 7:10).


Praising God:-
Call to joyfully praising the Lord (Ps 66:1, Ps 95:1).


God’s power:- A reminder
of the Lord’s presence, power and might (Ps 93:4, Is 29:6).


God’s voice:- His voice
(Jer 10:13).


Spiritual warfare:-
Symbolic of spiritual warfare, spiritual noise unto the Lord (Is 13:4, Jer
51:55).


Bad news:-
Warning of bad news, or an attack coming against you (1 Sam 4:14, 1 Sam 14:19).


NOODLE [rice]


Spiritual food:- Can
refer to spiritual food or the Word of God. Can also point to the eating [digesting] the Word of God. Spiritual nourishment (1 Pet
2:2).


NORTH [direction]


Promise received:-
Points towards the receiving of that which was promised [spiritual
or natural] and to be prepared to receive your portion (Zech 14:4).


Hidden:- It points to
the future, of something that is hidden or in the darkness (Jer 3:8).


Caution to change ways:-
It can be a warning for you to change your ways or face the wrath of God (Jer
50:3).


NOSE


Discernment:- Indicates
a call to discern between the good and bad that is crossing your path (2 Sam
19:35, 1 King 3:9, Ez 44:23).


End:- It points to the
end of something (Ex 12:41).


Curiosity:- Often
descriptive of a person with a curious nature (Act 17:27).


Investigation:- It can
also be a call from the Lord to investigate [nose around]
a certain matter (1 Cor 14:12).


Nosy:- To stick one’s
nose into others affairs shows involvement in things that you should not be
involved in (Dan 9:15, Jer 22:3).


Offended:- To put one’s
nose out of joint is an expression of a person who is offended with what others
did or said (Gen 20:9).


Annoyance:- It can show
anger, annoyance or irritation [short nosed] (Is
65:5, Jer 37:18).


- Bleeding nose


Fighting:- Wrath and
fighting in the household (Prov 30:33).


- Nose in the air


Pride:- A person with
his nose in the air can indicate haughtiness [pride]
(Is 65:5).


- Led by nose


Misled:- Caution that
you are being misled by another person [or own desires]
without any resistance (2 King 19:28).


- Metal ring through nose


Captive:- Indicates
being held captive [controlled] and unable to do
anything about it (Job 40:24, Job 41:2, Heb 40:26).


Humiliation:- It can be
a warning that the Lord will humble an obstinate person (2 King 19:28, Is
37:29, Ez 29:4, Ez 38:4).


Sun worship:- Can point
to Baal [sun] worship (Ez 8:17).


- Rotten-nosed
person [sinusitis]


Unwise:- It can
represent poor discernment [lacks wisdom].


Pride:- It can also
point to pride in a person’s life (Jam 1:5, Prov 11:14).


NUCLEAR BOMB [explosion]


Outpouring of the Holy
Spirit:- A sudden,
powerful outpouring of the Holy Spirit (Act 1:8).


NUDE [naked]


Revealed:- It can show
having nothing to hide, or the preparedness to risk the exposure of your
deepest feelings to others (John 3:20).


No baggage:- To be
without baggage.


Stripped:- Stripped of
your old nature. Ready to put on a new garment, new nature (Col 3:10).


Righteousness:- The
garment of righteousness (Zech 3:4).


Shame:- Symbolic of
shame or to be shamed (Rev 3:18, Rev 16:15). Shame and humiliation (Is 20:2-4,
Lam 1:8, Hos 2:3, Nah 3:5).


Unprepared:- Unprepared
for what must be done. Inadequate preparation or without spiritual armour (Eph
6:11-17). Passiveness.


Sin exposed:- A person’s
sinful life and deeds have been exposed (John 3:20). Aware of sin in your life
(Gen 3:7, Job 22:6, 1 Cor 4:11). Uncovering of sin (Ez 23:29).


Breaking loose:- To
break loose or to cast away restraint (1 Cor 4:11, Ex 32:25, 2 Chron 28:19).


Perversion:- Homosexual
and perverted thoughts or involvement in such activities (Gen 9:22-23, Hab
2:15). Vulnerable to the attacks of the enemy.


Soul exposed:- Nakedness
in your soul.


Unrighteous:- Not
clothed with the righteousness of Christ (Rev 3:18).


NUGGET


Insight:- Valuable
insight and understanding. Something precious between a lot of clutter. It can
also point to valuable insight or central issue to an argument (Ex 21:3, 1 John
5:20).


NUMBERS


[Look carefully at the colours of the
numbers. It will tell you whether it contains a promise or a caution].


In the first year of Belshazzar king of Babylon, Daniel had a
dream and vision on his bed. Then he wrote down the dream and gave the sum of
the matters (Dan 7:1)


Positive numbers:- If a
number is in the following colours, it can be regarded as having a positive
interpretation - gold, silver, white, blue, purple.


Negative numbers:- If a
number is in the following colours, it can be regarded as having a negative
interpretation and contains a caution - black, brown, yellow, orange, red.


1 [one]


Undivided:- It
symbolizes a union, undivided and in unity, one united body (Eph 2:15-16, Gal
3:28, Gal 6:1).


Importance:- An
important person [the one] (Gal 3:16, Rev 1:3).


Only one:- The one and
only God (1 Tim 2:5, Gal 3:20, Eph 4:4-7).


Covenant:- A marriage,
covenant or uniting agreement (Eph 5:31).


Single minded:- Can show
that the person is focused and single-minded (Phil 2:2), or point to a
beginning or the origin [source] of something (Gen
1:1, 2 John 1:5).


Evil one:- It can
represent the evil one [one who is of the darkness]
(1 John 4:6, 1John 3:12).


Foolish person:- Can
also point to a foolish and independent person (Prov 15:12, Prov 18:1).


2 [two]


Pair:- It can indicate a
pair [two that belong together] (Gen 6:19, Gen 7:9).


Agreement:- It can point
to an agreement between two people with a common objective (1 Sam 23:18).


Dual argument:- An
argument that cuts both ways (Ps 149:6). It can also point to judgement, as you
may be required to judge which way is the best1.


Divided ways:- A place
where one of two ways [way is divided] must be
decided upon (Is 7:15, 2 Sam 24:12).


Partnership:- Can
indicate a union or partnership that will be of benefit [strengthening]
to both parties (Ecc 4:9, 11, Ecc 4:12, Jer 34:18).


Different levels:- It
can point to different levels [higher and lower]
(Gen 1:6, Gen 25:23).


Double minded:- A double
minded person [cannot decide where he belongs] (Job
13:20, Mat 6:24).


Division:- A warning of
division [disagreement] and/or straying from the
faith (Is 45:2, Jer 2:13, Phil 1:22).


3 [three]


Perfect trinity:- Three
is the Godly number and can be directly related to the perfect Trinity. Father,
Son and Holy Spirit.


In His
likeness:- It can therefore indicate being formed into the likeness of
Christ. The Godhead [Father, Son and Holy Spirit]
(Mat 28:19, Is 6:3, Josh 22:22, Ps 50:1).


Divine completion:- It
can point to Divine completion where someone or something is made agreeable and
acceptable to God (Rev 1:4). Perfection. Harmony. Grace. Agreement (1 Cor
13:1-13).


Past:- It can refer to
yesterday or the past.


Resurrection:- Symbolic
of resurrection (Mat 16:21, Mat 27:63, John 11:39).


Skilful in warfare:- Can
show being skilful and tactical in spiritual warfare (Judg 7:16, 20, Judg 9:43,
1 Sam 11:11, 1 Sam 13:17, Job 1:17).


Sacred:- Can refer to
something sacred or secular (Gen 6:10, Job 1:2, Job 42:13, Job 2:11, Gen 18:2,
Gen 18:6, Mat 13:33).


Called:- Called by God
(1 Sam 3:8).


Disharmony:- Can show
disharmony and disagreement in a certain matter (Prov 17:14).


Tempted:- It can also
refer to the person being tested through temptation (Mat 4:3, 5, 8).


Denying Christ:-
Symbolic of the denial of your association with Christ (Mat 26:34, 75).


3 ½ [, three and a half, half of seven]


Distress:- A period of
distress, tribulation is calculated at 3 ½ years [half the
time of sacred completeness].


Stressful period:- It
can show that the person is going through a stressful period (Dan 7:25, Dan
9:27, Dan 12:7, Luk 4:25, Luk 5:17, Rev 11:2, Rev 13:5).


4 [four]


Direction:- Symbolic of
direction (Dan 7:2, Jer 49:36, Ez 37:9).


Revival:- Can point to
revival that will break out (Ez 1:5, Dan 1:5, Dan 1:10, Rev 4:6, Prov 30:15,
18, 21, 24, 29, Amos 1:3, 6).


Reign:- Can also point
to a person that reigns [ruling over the world].


Comprehensive:-
Completeness of range, comprehensive extent [4 points of
the compass. 4 phases of the moon. The title “king of the 4 quarters” meant
that their rule stretched in all directions] (Ez 40:47, Is 11:12, Ez
7:2, Rev 20:8).


Nature:- God’s creation
[nature] (Gen 2:10).


Seasons:- Can refer to
seasons [summer, autumn, winter, spring].


Elements:- Elements of
nature [earth, air, fire, water].


Divisions:- Divisions of
day [morning, noon, evening, midnight].


Iniquity:- Full-summed
iniquity, material completeness and worldliness [worldly
kingdoms].


Wisdom of man: - Refers
to the wisdom of man [representing world powers.
Nebuchadnezzar’s image was of gold, silver, brass and iron] (Dan 2:37,
Dan 7:3, Mat 13:19-23).


Ignorance:- The
ignorance [earthly bondage] of a natural person (1
Cor 3:15, Dan 7:1, Rev 4:6).


Punishment:- Symbolic of
punishment (Jer 15:3, Ez 14:21).


5 [five]


Grace:- Grace of God
(Eph 4:7).


Responsibility:-
Symbolic of an empire, responsibility, to serve (Dan 2:1, Gen 1:21-23).


Fruitful:- Fertility,
fruitfulness and multiplication [the 5 loaves] (Mat
14:17, 1 Cor 14:19).


Heart:- It can also
represent the heart [person’s attitude, spirit and thinking].


Incomplete:-
Incompleteness [half of 10] (Mat 25:2, Mat 7:28, Mat
11:1, Mat 13:53, Mat 19:1, Mat 26:1).


Smallness:- Suggests
smallness (Lev 26:8).


Egypt:- Refers to Egypt
or Egyptian matters (Gen 41:34, Gen 45:22, Gen 47:2, Is 19:18).


Fruitless:-
Fruitlessness, barrenness (Luke 13:7).


Religious spirit:-
Punishments, legal requirements, religious spirit, disobedience to God (Ex
22:1, Lev 5:16, Lev 22:14, Lev 27:15, Num 5:7, Num 18:16).


Worldly marriage:- Can
also represent worldly marriage [“nuptial number” governing
sacred marriages between the “principals of heaven and mother earth”].


Hermeticism:- In can
show someone who wants to withdraw from people [hermeticism
signified by a five pointed star and five petalled flowers in the centre of a
cross].


6 [six]


Spirit of man:- This
number can be associated with the image and spirit of man [man’s
will, secularity] as man was created on the sixth day (Gen 1:27).


Fallen-ness:- Six is also
the number of sin and corruption in the book of Revelation (Rev 18:10) and can
therefore represent man’s fallen-ness and the labour.


Antichrist:- The number
of Nero, the star of David, the seal of Solomon and the number of the
antichrist (3 sixes 666) It represents the Beast.


Sexual sin:- 6 were also
dedicated to Venus, Aphrodite [the goddess of physical and
sexual love] and in the Hindu religion the hexagram [6 sides] represents the sexual act.


Imperfection:- It is
also the note of imperfection (Gen 14:14, Gen 15:2).


6 & 7 [six and seven]


Delivered:- Delivered
from trouble (Job 5:19).


7 [Seven]


Spiritual perfection:- Fullness,
perfection, spiritual perfection (Gen 4:24, Gen 28:25, Rev 1:12).


Purity:- Completeness
and purity. Thoroughly purified [seven-fold sprinkling]
(Lev 14:7, 16, 27, 51, Ps 12:6).


Sabbatical:- It can be a
call for a sabbatical (Ex 21:2).


Marriage feast:- A
promise of a celebration or marriage feast (Judg 14:12, Gen 29:27).


Victory:- The promise of
victory over a major challenge or obstacle (Josh 6:8).


Blessing:- Promise of
blessing and deliverance [the 7th year was the year of
liberty for slaves where the slates were wiped clean] (Deut 28:7, 25,
Job 5:19).


Sevenfold Spirit:-
It can signify the presence of the 7 spirits of God [the
sevenfold Holy Spirit] (Rev 1:4, Rev 3:1, Rev 4:5, Is 11:2).


Beautiful character:-
Someone with a beautiful character (Mat 5:3-9).


Completeness:- Seven is
made up of two significant numbers, 3 and 4 [4 = man, 3 =
God] joining man and God, suggesting completeness.


Day of rest:- Holiness
and rest [or day of rest - the 7th day].


Godly wisdom:- Can show
receiving wisdom that is from above (Jam 3:17).


Sacred:- Something
sacred (Num 8:2, Zech 4:2).


Worthy:- Someone worthy
(Ex 22:30).


Oath:- An oath [to swear an oath] (Gen 21:29, Luk 1:73).


Graces:- The 7 graces to
be added to faith (2 Pet 1:5).


Idolatry:- Ancient
Egyptian number [symbol] of eternal life. It
symbolized the dynamic perfection of a complete cycle. It was the number of the
worship of Apollo - the sun god. It also signifies the 7 heads of the “beast”
representing rebellion against God (Deut 1:25).


Abomination:- 7
abominations (Prov 26:25, Prov 6:16). 7 evil spirits (Mat 12:45, Luk 11:26). A
beast with 7 heads (Rev 18:1).


Suffering:- 7 forms of
suffering (Rom 8:35). 7 angels bringing the 7 last plagues (Rev 15:1) and 7
golden bowls filled with the wrath of God (Rev 15:7).


7 & 8 [seven and eight]


Enough:- Enough and more
than enough (Mic 5:5, Ecc 11:2).


Past idea:- Expressing
an idea or referring to the past.


8 [eight]


Righteous:- Can
symbolize a righteous person (2 Pet 2:5).


Circumcision:- Covenant
of circumcision [reminder of God’s saving grace and His new
covenant] (Gen 17:12, Luk 2:21).


New beginning:- It can
represent a new beginning [8 Souls were saved form the
flood] (1 Pet 3:20).


Arise:- A call to arise
from weakness (Act 9:33).


Peace:- Peace (Mic 5:5).


Resurrection:- The
number of resurrection, and of Jesus and the New Testament (Matt 28:1).


New cycle:- Eight is the
number of a new cycle [ancient Greece].


Ancestor worship:- In
African belief it can refer to ancestor worship [the number
which completes the grand total key to creation].


Morning star:- It is
also an ancient symbol representing Venus38, the morning star [satan].


9 [nine]


Harvest time:- Nine
shows that the time of fullness and harvesting has appeared (Luke 17:17, Luke
2:38, Mat 27:45).


Darkness:- Plague [the ninth] of darkness (Ex 10:21, 23).


Almost complete:- It can
point to something that is almost final but not yet complete [not ten] (2 Cor 10:5). It is like a pregnancy that is
almost complete and that it is almost time for the baby to be born.


10 [ten]


Perfection:- Ten and
multiples of ten can represent divine perfection [fulfilment,
responsibility of men before God].


Congregation:- It can
also represent a congregation (Ex 20:2-17, Deut 5:6-21), or reflect our
responsibility towards God and the church [by giving our
tithes to the church] (John 4:34).


Righteousness:-
Righteousness (Gen 18:32).


Law:- The 10
commandments [law] (Ex 34:14-26).


Leadership:- Can point
to an appointment to a position of leadership [structure,
order and government].


Good servant:- Excellent
bond servant, faithful in the small things (Luk 19:17).


Difficulty:- Can refer
to difficulty or incompletion (Luke 14:30),
tribulation (Rev 2:10) or a plague [10 plagues of Egypt].


Bereaved:- Can point to
someone who is bereaved and needs to be comforted.


Temptations:- It can
represent temptations. Unfinished.


11 [eleven]


End:- It can point to
the end of something [such as a period of difficulty has
come to an end].


Occultism:- Eleven
symbolizes one of the principal keys of black occultism and when Venus passes
over the sun [an occultation, the limbs of Venus and the
sun appear to cling together - the black drop effect] (Neh 10:33).


Inner conflict:- It is
the number of internal conflict (Phil 1:3), discord, disorder, excess, violence
(Prov 29:22).


Promiscuity:- Promiscuity
(Neh 13:27).


Sin:- Law breaking and
human sin (Judg 16:5).


Disaster:- of disaster [the symbolic number of the twin towers and the September 11
disaster].


Imperfection:- A
naartjie has 11 sections which points to imperfection, disorder,
disorganization and rebelliousness (Is 58:1). Imperfection, (Matt 20:6).


12 [twelve]


Permanency:- Points to
permanency, unity and completeness sanctioned by Divine election [the tree of life bore twelve fruits].


Perfect government:- It
represents perfection. Perfect government. A nation [12
tribes, 12 apostles] (Ex 24:4).


Authority:- Authority,
apostolic calling, and to belong [12 stones in the high
priest’s breastplate] (Ex 28:21, Rev 21:19-21).


Cycle:- A Cycle or a
period in one’s life [12 months].


Universe:- Universe [12 signs of the zodiac] (Matt 19:28, Rev 22:2).


Heavenly Jerusalem:-
There are twelve foundations in the heavenly Jerusalem with its twelve gates.


Queen of heaven:- It can
represent the new age queen of heaven. The woman clothed with the sun has
twelve stars around her head [the European Union symbol],
and the cosmic egg [4 x 3] which supposedly bore the
earth.


13 [thirteen]


Self-promotion:- It can
represent a person focusing on self-promotion (1 King 7:1), or to backsliding
and leaven (1 Kings 11:6).


Bitterness:- Just as a
grapefruit [13 segments] is bitter, this number can
represent bitterness and rejection (Gen 17:25).


14 [fourteen]


Perfect timing:- Points
to the perfection of the Lord’s timing bringing forth our redemption (Matt
1:17).


15 [fifteen]


Responsibility:- It can
represent a call to responsibility. To take responsibility for someone or
something [witnessing to the nations] (Gal 1:18).


16 [sixteen]


God’s character:- Refers
to a person who represents the character of the Lord [pure,
free and in submission to God].


17 [seventeen]


Inheritance:- Can show
that you will receive your rightful inheritance (Jer 32:8-9).


Immature:- Refers to an
immature person who is not ready to be released into ministry.


18 [eighteen]


End of infirmity:-
Promise that a period of infirmity has come to an end (Luk 13:11).


Judgment:- Righteous
judgment of God against sin (1 King 7:15, Luk 13:4, Ex 27:1-2, Num 21:6, 8, 9).


19 [nineteen]


Worship:- Call to praise
and worship the Lord, even during a trial (Luk 2:38).


Valuable:- It can refer
to the loss of someone or something valuable during a period of strife and
in-fighting (2 Sam 2:30).


20 [twenty]


Completion:- Period of
fullness and completion, and the expectation of receiving your reward (Gen
31:41).


Prepared for warfare:-
Prepared and ready to enter into spiritual warfare (Num 1:3, 34).


21 [twenty-one]


Pure heart:- Can
represent purity of heart that is required by a person with a pastoral calling
[three periods of 7 days each are mentioned in the rules
for the consecration of priests] (Ex 29:30, 35, 37).


Stronghold destroyed:-
Destruction of strongholds (Dan 10:13).


22 [twenty two]


Set apart:- Symbolic of
that which is holy and set apart for God.


24 [twenty-four]


Sacrifice:- Symbolic of
an offering or sacrifice to the Lord (Ex 38:29, Num 7:88).


Worship:- Worshipping
the Lord. A call to put your own interests second and bow before the Lord (Rev
4:4, 10, Rev 5:8, 14, Rev 11:16).


25 [twenty-five]


Full-time servant:-
Symbolic of a call to serve the Lord full-time (Num 8:24).


New age worship:-
Warning that there may be people in the church who are involved with new age [or sun] worship or religious practices (Ez 8:16).


27 [twenty-Seven]


Completion:- This refers
to fullness, completion and perfection. It is time for you to receive your
reward (Gen 31:41, Gen 4:24, Gen 28:25, Rev 1:12).


Victory:- It shows that
the time for full and complete victory over a major challenge or obstacle is
near (Josh 6:8).


Deliverance:- It is time
for complete deliverance (Deut 28:7, 25, Job 5:19).


Worthy:- It shows a
worthy person (Ex 22:30) who receives wisdom from above (Jam 3:17).


28 [twenty-eight]


Homosexuality:- The
number for homosexuals in South Africa. Also refers to the “Sononders” [sundowners] prison gangs that operate at night, and to 28
May, international gay day. Therefore when this number is seen, it can be
assumed to represent the homosexual thoughts or activities of the person.


29 [twenty-nine]


Leap:- To leap through
the door, to move into your calling with speed and vigour [door](Ps 29, Prov 29:18, Jer 29:11-14, Gen 4, Gen 9, Deut 4:9).


Judged:- You can expect
your actions to be judged to determine whether you will be found guilty or be
set free.


Repent:- Warning to
confess and repent of your sins before the Lord in order to be set free by the
grace of God.


30 [thirty]


Ready:- Shows that you
are ready to be filled with the Holy Spirit, or to take up your calling [ministry, business, etc.] (Luke 3:23).


Betrayed:- Caution of
betrayal (Zech 11:12, Mat 26:15, Mat 27:9).


31 [thirty-one]


Character formed:-
Spiritual expression of a person whose character is formed by unity with the
Lord [abiding] (1 John 2:28).


32 [thirty two]


Fleshly life:- This can
refer to someone who acts out of the natural [or fleshly]
man, i.e. without compassion and love in a harsh and
worldly approach driven by selfish ambitions (Phil 4:8-10, 2 Pet 2:10).


33 [thirty-three]


Fruitful:- Promise of
fruitfulness or purification. A period of rule or reign. (Gen 46:15, Lev 12:4,
2 Sam 5:5, 1 King 2:11, 1 Chron 3:4, 1 Chron 29:27).


Readiness:- Shows
readiness or maturity for a calling as a teacher, pastor, watchman or
intercessor in the Body of Christ (Ez 33).


36 [thirty six]


Righteousness:- This can
refer to a person who has received and understands the fullness of the
righteousness of Christ (Phil 3:5-13).


39 [thirty-nine]


Healing:- Symbolic of
the number of blows Jesus received which symbolizes redemption from sin [can also be a promise of healing] (2 Cor 11:24, 1 Pet
2:24, Prov 20:30).


40 [forty]


Maturity:- It can be
seen as the age of maturity and understanding, when man reaches his
intellectual prime. It suggests completeness and conclusion (Num 32:13).


Testing:- Probation,
period of testing or wilderness experience (Num 14:33, Ex 34:28, Mat 4:2).


Period of rest:-
Symbolizes a period of rest [40 or 80 years] (Judg
3:11, 30, Judg 5:31, Judg 8:28).


Termination:- Caution of
impending termination and destruction (1 Sam 17:16, Jon 3:4, 2 Cor 5:17). The
40 days of the Flood (Gen 7:4, 17).


42 [forty-two]


Perfect man:- Sum of 6 [spirit of man] and 7 [perfection]
which is indicative of the perfection of man [spiritual man].


Ready:- Ready to reign
(2 Chron 22:2).


Lost:- Number connected
with the lost.


Tribulation:- Shows that
you can expect a period of tribulation (Rev 11:2). It can also point to
blaspheming and the reign of the evil one (Rev 13:5).


Mocking spirit:- Person
with a mocking and blaspheming spirit who insults the prophets of God (2 King
2:24).


49 [forty-nine]


Writing off debt:-
Symbolic of an announcement of the writing off [set free of]
of debt or a burden [7 x 7 years] (Lev 25:8).


Forgiven:- Forgiveness
(Luk 17:4, Mat 18:22).


50 [fifty]


Freedom:- Can represent
freedom [year of Jubilee] (Lev 25:10-13, 15, Lev
25:28). The second of the three great festivals took place on the 50th day
after one of the days of unleavened bread.


Authority:- Leadership
and authority (Is 3:3, 2 King 1:13).


60 [sixty]


Mighty men:- Great might
and mighty men (Deut 3:4, Josh 13:30, 1 King 4:13, Song 3:7, Song 6:8).


Family:- Extended family
(2 Chron 11:21).


Sacrifice:- Great
sacrifice (Num 7:88).


65 [sixty-five]


End of fruitfulness:- It
is a warning that the period of fruitfulness has come to an end (Is 7:8).


66 [sixty-six]


Purification:- Period of
purification (Lev 12:5).


Baby girl:- It can also
indicate that the person is expecting a baby-girl.


70 [seventy]


Descendant:- A descendant
of Israel, number of Jerusalem, an elder (Ex 15, Deut 10:22, Ex 24:1, 9, Num
11:16, 24).


Perfect spiritual order:-
It can signify perfect spiritual order. Someone who is prepared to risk all in
the destruction of idolatry and carrying it out with spiritual power and
significance [a son of Gideon] (Judg 8:30, Judg
9:2).


Lifetime:- A lifetime
(Dan 9:24, Ps 90:10).


Accepted offer:- A
complete and accepted offering (2 Chron 29:32, Num 7:13).


Apostolic office:- Can
symbolize a call to an apostolic office, prior to increase (Luk 10:1, 17).


Idolatrous elders:- Can
point to idolatrous elders (Ez 8:11).


Trial:- A period of
captivity (Jer 25:11), of trial and mourning (Gen 50:3, Is 23:15, 17, Jer
25:11, Dan 9:2, Zech 1:12, Zech 7:5).


Ill treatment:- Ill
treatment of leaders (Judg 1:7).


77 [seventy-seven]


Leader:- Can symbolize
someone in authority and leadership (Judg 8:14).


Sacrifice:- A memorable
sacrifice to the Lord (Ezra 8:35, Mat 18:22, Gen 4:24).


100 [one hundred]


Atonement:- Day of
Atonement.


Hundredfold reward:-
Promise of a hundredfold [full, complete] reward and
eternal life (Mark 10:30).


Rounding off:- A round
number (Gen 26:12, Lev 26:8, 2 Sam 24:3, Ecc 8:12, Mat 19:29).


104 [hundred and four]


Advisor:- In Ezra 7:14
the Aramaic word [ye’] is found. This word has a numeric value of 104. This
word means “advisor”. Jesus is referred to as advisors in all our affairs by
the Holy Spirit.


Rest:- In Proverbs 29:17
the Hebrew word “nuwach” means to “rest” and has a numeric value of 10431.


Hope:- The word ‘yachal’
means hope and is found in Ps 33:22 which points to hope and trust in God (Ps
33:22).


Mature in things of the world:-
It can point to maturity (100) in worldly (4) affairs, which points to God that
matures you in worldly [natural] affairs in order to
give you wisdom and answers in your affairs.


110 [one hundred and ten]


Longevity:- Longevity.
The age attained by Joseph (Gen 50:22).


119 [one hundred and nineteen]


Circle completed:- You
have now completed the circle of shame and lack. It is time for the harvest.
The circle has been completed.


120 [one hundred and twenty]


End of flesh:- End of
all flesh, beginning of life in the Spirit39 (Acts 1:15, Gen 6:3, Deut 34:7).


144 [one hundred and forty four]


Redemption:- God’s
ultimate in creation and redemption [74] (Rev 21:17).


153 [one hundred and fifty three]


Comprehensive:- Symbolic
of comprehensiveness (John 21:11).


Call to obedience:- A
promise that if you are obedient to the Lord you will be abundantly provided
for. Obedience to God [the number of fish the disciples
caught when Jesus told them to throw out their nets] (Ez 47, John
21:11).


250 [two hundred and fifty]


Not delivered:-
Insufficient deliverance (1 Cor 15:9, 2 Cor 3:5).


276 [two hundred and seventy six]


Survive:- Not one will
be lost, all will survive (Acts 27:36-37).


300 [three hundred]


Remnant:- Can indicate
that those who are saved should pray for the ones who are not. Faithful remnant
(Is 10:20, 21, 22, Is 11:16, Zeph 1:4). Lift up your prayer for those who are
left (Gen 5:22).


318 [three hundred and eighteen]


God is my help:- God is
your help (Gen 15:2). The numerical value of the name Eliezer in Hebrew.


666 [six hundred and sixty six]


Anti-christ:- Number of
the Anti-Christ, or the number of the beast [also the
number of man] (Rev 13:18).


Mystic:- Something
mystic (Rev 13:18).


786 [seven hundred and eighty six]


Rescue:- It is the
number of the word salvation that is found in Ex 14:13, Judg 15:18 and Ps 53:6.
It is also the number for the word ‘yasha’, with a number of 786 which means
rescue (Judg 6:37, Jer 4:14).


Repentance:- This number
represents the Greek word metanoeo which means repentance of sin32 (Mat 3:2).


Tri-une God:-
This number is used by Muslims. It is the number of the Bismala which means “In the name of God, most gracious, most merciful”. It is
also used by Arabic Christians to mean ‘in the name of God
the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit’33 (Matt 28:19).


1000 [one thousand]


Mature:- Maturity,
mature service 72.


1800 [one thousand eight hundres]


Mature understanding of healing
and restoration:- This is an interesting number and not so easy to
interpret. It has a strong association with maturity in healing and
restoration. It also can relate to financial abundance and an instruction 
to relax and to “let God”, abide in Him and to be obedient (to go) when God calls
you to go.


Physical Restoration:-
Promise that the period of infirmity has come to an end (Luk 13:11, Ps 18:18).
There are a few associations with the number 1800. In essence it can refer to
18 (without the 00) that can speak of a numeric association of ten [completion] and eight [circumcision,
beginning] that speaks of completing the circumcision [removing the old man] and restoring man in his fullness,
whether spiritually or physically (Ps 18:18).


Righteous judgment:-
Righteous judgement of God against sin (1 King 7:15, Luk 13:4, Ex 27:1-2; Num
21:6, 8, 9).


Thanksgiving:-
And when ye will offer a sacrifice of thanksgiving
unto the LORD, offer it
at your own will (Lev 22:29)34. Sing unto him, sing psalms unto him: talk ye of all
his wondrous works (Ps 105:2).


3500 [three thousand five hundred]


Character conformed:-
Character of a mature person fully conformed to the Will of God in his service
or works for the Lord.


5000 [five thousand]


Maturity in service:-
Promise A person who has reached maturity in his service to the Lord.


7000 [seven thousand]


Standing against idolatry:-
Someone who has not given in to idolatry (1 King 19:18, Rom 11:4).


7600 [seven thousand six hundred]


Intercession:- It has to
do with intercession [76] in an advanced [mature =1000) form. Therefore speaks of mature
intercession or maturity in intercession.


Godliness:- The verse of
1 Tim 4:7 has a sum of 7600 which speaks of Godliness and spiritual maturity.


Maturity:- If you divide
it with 365 you get almost 21 years, which also speaks of maturity. The key
components contained in this number relates to Godliness, intercession and
maturity.


1,000,000 [one million]


Immeasurable:- Someone
who is mature beyond his age. His value is immeasurable, “a thousand thousands”
(1 Chron 22:14, 2 Chron 14:9, Dan 7:10, Gen 24:60, Rev 5:11) and twice that
figure (Rev 9:16).


NUNS


Withdrawn:- It can
represent someone who has withdrawn into himself and is not prepared to deal
with day to day issues (Jer 15:17, Is 63:3).


NURSE


Healing ministry:- Can
mean that the person is called to a healing ministry.


Caring person:-
Represents a caring person who is guided by the Holy Spirit while assisting
people who are being healed from emotional, physical or spiritual bondage (Mark
2:17, Prov 26:11).


NUTS [bolts]


Holding together:-
Something which is indispensable for holding things together.

OAK TREE [elah]


Pillar of strength:-
Person who can be seen as a pillar of strength and righteousness (Amos 2:9, 2
Sam 18:9).


Place of meeting:- Place
of meeting with the messengers of the Lord (1 King 13:14).


Witness:- A witness of
the greatness of God (Ez 6:13).


- Oak tree with leaves
fading


Sinful places:- Can show
someone involved in, or setting their feet upon sinful places causing their
faith to falter (Is 1:30).


OAR [rowing]


Personal power:- Pushed
forward by self-will and fleshly power and not by the power of the Holy Spirit.
Therefore it can represent the works of the flesh, where you do your own thing.
It means that your ministry is not guided by the Holy Spirit but strongly
propelled by the spirit of man (2 Tim 4:2).


















OATS


Spiritual sons:-
Spiritual Sons or fruit of God (Mat 13:30). Metaphor for the saved, the saints
or children of the Lord (Matt 3:12).


Pure Word:-
Spiritual food. The Word of God presented purely [without
chaff] to ensure spiritual growth (1 Sam 17:17, Jer 23:28).


Bountiful harvest:- The
teaching of the Word of God as the seed which will provide a bountiful harvest
(Rom 9:29, John 12:24).


Prosperity:- It can
point to a promise of peace and plenty (Zech 9:17). It represents a promise of
that which is to come.


OBELISK


Freemasonry:- An obelisk
can represent the presence of the curse of Freemasonry in the person that must
be dealt with.


Strength of man:- An
obelisk can represent a phallus which symbolises the strength of a man, or the
underlying strength of a person. Even though it is the most insignificant
member of a man’s body, it carries the potential to be used to bring forth life
(Gen 49:3).


Spiritual significance:-
It is also likened to a spear [to thrust with] as
expressed by the Hebrew word zayin which is also the symbol for the number
seven. It can thus represent spiritual significance and the inherent perfection
that is present in man (Col 1:26).


OCEAN


Nations:- It can
represent the nations or people groups (Is 60:5, Rev 17:15).


Boundary:- It can show
that you have reached a barrier or boundary where certain decisions need to be
taken (Jer 5:22).


Place of blessing:- The
Lord will make a way for you and bring you to the place of blessing (Eph 3:20).


Restless:- Never at rest
or peaceful, it is turbulent and can point to difficulty.


Rebellion:- Represents
rebellion that cannot bring life but results in death (Is 57:20-21). Affliction
(Zech 10:11).


Worldly spirit:- Spirit
of the world (John 12:43; John 15:19).


- Sea monster


satan:- satan, leviathan, a
principality or power (Is 27:1).


- Sea coast


Boundary:- It can also
show that you have reached a barrier or boundary where certain decisions need
to be taken (Jer 5:22).


Flesh:- Soul, flesh.
Place of fleshly activities (John 12:43, John 15:19).


- Tossing sea


The lost:- Unbelieving
people as it is never quiet, its water tossing up refuse and mud (Jude 13).


- Sea of glass


Throne room:-
Transparent presence before the throne of God, peace in the presence of God’s
throne room, the redeemed (Rev 4:6). The person can enter the throne room without
fear.


OCTOPUS


Mind binding spirit:- It
can warn of the presence of a mind binding spirit holding the mind captive like
the tentacles of an octopus.


Confusion:- It can
manifest in a sense of confusion and inner turmoil which the person may be
trying to hide [under the surface] (Is 27:1). Take
this warning seriously, resist the mind binding spirit in the name of Jesus
Christ, and he will flee from you. Call on the Holy Spirit to wash your mind
with the cleansing power of His Presence and submit your mind to Christ for a
total renewal of your thoughts (Is 29:18, Rom 12:2).


Dejected:- It can point
to a dejected spirit [sadness] (Lev 26:16) or a
person’s body broken down [crushed] by sickness or
disease (Deut 28:22, 2 Chron 21:15).


- Pale octopus


Spirit of death:- Pale
is the presence of the spirit of death, therefore it can be a warning that the
person is in the tentacles of a depressive state which can lead to death or
suicide, and it is a call from the Lord to strongly intercede. The person’s
mind may be so overwhelmed and controlled by the enemy’s lies, that he may be
so close to despair that he is considering taking his own life (Mat 27:5, Deut
28:34, 67; Rev 9:6, Rev 16:10).


OFFICE


Ordination:- Can
symbolize the ordination [given the mantle] or
establishing someone in a gifting or position of leadership and authority [pastor, prophet, minister, or in management]. (2 Chron
2:15, Luke 1:9).


- Office window


Prophetic calling:- If
an office window [from which the future can be seen]
is shown it can point to a prophetic calling (Jer 1:5) in the workplace.


OIL


Holy Spirit:-
Oil normally represents the Holy Spirit.


- Anointed with oil


Anointing:- If a person
is anointed with oil it can point to the anointing [or
presence] of the Holy Spirit on them (Ex 30:25, 30, Acts 1:8, Ps 133, 1
John 3:14).


Position of authority:-
It can also refer to being established in an office or position of authority
(Ex 29:7).


Healing:- When praying
for healing, it can indicate that you must anoint the person being prayed for
with oil as the Word instructs, and proclaim healing in the Name of Jesus (Mark
6:13, Jam 5:14).


- Dirty oil


Counterfeit:- It can be
a warning of a counterfeit for the Holy Spirit (Mark 13:22).


OIL WELL


Access to the Source:-
It can show the presence of the Holy Spirit, meaning that the Lord is bringing
you to the source and giving you unlimited access to the anointing of the
Spirit (Rev 22:1, Heb 2:4).


OINTMENT [balm]


Cleansing:- An ointment
is symbolic of cleansing and healing. It is a promise that the Lord will heal
your wounds, and help you to recover from the hurt and pain you had to bear
(Jer 8:22, Jer 46:11).


- Eye ointment [salve, balm]


Natural understanding:-
You are given understanding in the natural. You have been purified and tested
and are now anointed with the Holy Spirit.


Revealing of God:-
The Lord will reveal Himself to you in a very special way (Rev 3:18).


Healing of eyes:- It can
also represent the healing of your physical eyes (Rev 3:18).


OLIVE LEAF


End of trial:- Shows that
the time of trial and testing has come to an end.


Promise:- It is a
promise that you will soon be back on solid ground (Gen 8:11).


OLIVE OIL


Holy Spirit:-
Oil normally represents the Holy Spirit.


- Anointed with olive oil


Anointing:- If a person
is anointed with oil it can point to the anointing [or
presence] of the Holy Spirit on them (Ex 30:25, 30, Acts 1:8, Ps 133, 1
John 3:14).


Position of authority:-
It can also refer to being established in an office or position of authority
(Ex 29:7).


Healing:- When praying
for healing, it can indicate that you must anoint the person being prayed for
with oil as the Word instructs, and proclaim healing in the Name of Jesus (Mark
6:13, Jam 5:14).


OLIVE TREE


Anointed servant:- An
anointed and ordained servant standing by God (Zech 4:14).


Honour and wisdom:- The
pillars at the entrance of the temple were made from olive trees, symbolizing
honour, anointing and wisdom. It can also show that you have good insight and
wisdom even though you do not receive recognition for it.


Blessing:- A blessing
from God (Ps 128:3, Deut 6:11).


God’s mercy:-
Representing trusting in the mercy of God (Ps 52:8).


- Picking olives from
olive tree


Destruction of the world system:-
It can be a warning that the world system [Babylon]
will be destroyed but with a promise that the Lord’s people will be called out
so that they do not participate in the sins or be affected by the plagues of
Babylon (Is 24:13, Rev 18:4).


OLD MAN [man
with grey hair]


Discernment:- Natural
wisdom, discernment, maturity (Prov 20:29, Prov 16:31, Job 41:32, Lev 19:32).


Experienced:- It can
show that someone has wisdom or is experienced in the matter that is under
consideration (Ez 28:3, Prov 4:5-13).


Weakened:- Can show
someone weakened by a sinful [fleshly] lifestyle and
who will not be able to keep standing during the test (Is 14:12, Ez 7:17).


Take care:- Be careful
when you dream of, or see a vision of, an old man while you are in the process
of having to make a decision. Especially if the old man is seen at the right
hand side. It can be a caution from the Lord that this initiative will not
survive difficult times.


OLYMPIC CAULDRON


Paganism:- It is a
symbol of paganism, witchcraft and of the queen of heaven (Lev 18:21).


Witchcraft:- Can be a
warning of the Lord that the person is involved in some form of witchcraft or
pagan or queen of heaven worship (Jer 7:8, Jer 44:17).


ONE [1]


Undivided:- It
symbolizes a union, undivided and in unity, one united body (Eph 2:15-16, Gal
3:28, Gal 6:1).


Importance:- An
important person [the one] (Gal 3:16, Rev 1:3).


Only one:- The one and
only God (1 Tim 2:5, Gal 3:20, Eph 4:4-7).


Covenant:- A marriage,
covenant or uniting agreement (Eph 5:31).


Single minded:- Can show
being focused and single-minded (Phil 2:2), or point to a beginning or the
origin [source] of something (Gen 1:1, 2 John 1:5).


Evil one:- It can
represent the evil one [one who is of the darkness]
(1 John 4:6, 1John 3:12).


Foolish person:- Can also
point to a foolish and independent person (Prov 15:12, Prov 18:1).


ONION


Sanctification:- It can
show that the Lord will be taking you through a process of sanctification [peeling off the spirit of the old man layer by layer] (1
Thes 4:7, 2 Thes 2:13).


Into His
presence:- A deep and penetrating experience that will take your deeper
and more intensely into the presence of the Lord.


ONYCHA [rock
rose, rose of Sharon]


Jesus:- The rose of
Sharon can also represent Jesus who was trampled for our sins (Song 2:1).


Holy offering:- It
represents a sacred [holy] offering unto the Lord
(Ex 30:34), and the defeat of satan.


Submission:- Submission
to the authority of Christ, the Lion of Judah, the Rose Who was crushed (Rev

Sweet fragrance:- It can
show that you are a sweet fragrance unto the Lord, holy and set apart for His
glorification alone (Jer 3:16-17).


satan defeated:- Symbolic of satan who
is defeated.


Authority:- Symbolic of
spiritual authority. To roar. Father’s authority through Christ (Rev 5:5, Matt
28:18, Luke 10:19).


ONYX [colour,
anointing - Joseph – pink]


To be added:- It is the
colour of the stone of the tribe of Joseph [pink]
which means increase or to be added to and can show that you can expect an
increase in physical or spiritual blessings (Gen 30:23, 24).


Femininity:- Pink is
mostly associated with femininity and romance.


Affection:- It can also
show that you are relaxed, affectionate, in love or have the promise of romance
(Deut 8:3).


Sensual impulses:- Pink
can be associated with fleshly and immoral sensual impulses. It can therefore
be a warning to heed your thoughts and inner life so as not to be polluted by
fleshly and worldly desires (Jam 3:15).


OPERA


Setting the stage:-
Dramatic expression of a real life issue or an enactment of a real life
situation. It can also point to a stage that is set for a dramatic exposure of
your feelings and emotions (Col3:12).


OPIUM


Control:- Shows
involvement in witchcraft, or a sect, teachings or person that controls him to
the extent that he seems drugged and not capable of making his own decisions or
escape from it (1 King 16:19, Is 29:9, 1 King 20:16).


ORANGE [colour,
Asher – agate]


Commercial involvement:-
This represents the tribe of Asher [involvement in commerce]
whose name means blessing and happiness.


Happiness:- It can
therefore show that you are a blessed, happy and joyful person, content with
life and your circumstances (Gen 30:13, Luk 1:48).


Promise of fruitfulness:-
It also contains a promise that the Lord will place you in a very fruitful
place or position (Deut 33:24-25).


Emotional:- Orange is an
earthy colour and in a negative sense it can show that the person is emotional
and has a desire to be acknowledged or given prominence.


Not at peace:- Someone
not at peace with themselves or their circumstances (1 Sam 28:15).


Be careful:- It can be a
caution for you to be careful when doing business with this person as they can
be prone to sacrificing their principles when it comes to business transactions
(Jud 1:31). 40


- Bright orange


Danger:- It is a warning
of the presence of impending danger (Mar 13:5, Phil 3:2).


ORANGE [citrus]


Completeness:- An orange
has 12 sections which can point to permanency, unity and completeness
sanctioned by Divine election [the tree of life bore twelve
kinds of fruit]. It represents perfection.


Perfect government:-
Perfect government, a nation [12 tribes, 12 apostles]
(Ex 24:4).


ORCHARD


Ministries:- It
represents the ministries, congregations and places of meeting where Jesus [the Body of Christ] will be nurtured and protected.


Place of rest:- It is a
place of rest, peace and fruitfulness (1 Cor 9:7, Is 27:2, Amos 5:11) and
blessings out of the Hand of God.


- Failure of the orchard


Lose blessings: - Shows
that God has removed His blessing from a ministry.


Unkempt:- The Body of
Christ was not cared for and points to the failure of the ministry (Is 5:5,
10).


ORCHESTRA


Working together:- This
can represent a group of people who are in business together, or working
together [Body of Christ] in ministry to achieve a
common goal that will be to the benefit of all participants (Eph 4:16, 2 Cor
6:1).


Planning together:- In
the same way it can also show that the group of people getting together to plan
a business venture, will be successful in doing so.


ORCHID


Elegance:- Descriptive
of elegance and refinement, fine materials (Prov 31:22, Luke 16:19, Rev 17:4,
Jer 10:9, Song 7:5, Ez 27:7, Luk 16:19, Act 16:14, Rev 17:4, Rev 18:12, 16)35.


Outward appearances:- It
can show that the outward appearances [showy] are
important for the person36 (1 Sam 16:7, Act 23:3).


Sincerity:- Reflective
of a person that is honest and sincere, appreciative of the simple things in
life (Phil 4:8, Prov 2:9).


Adoration:- Speaks of a
sweet aroma before the Lord, the love of the person for the Lord. It can also
point to deep adoration that one person has for another. It also speaks of a
person that loves another deeply [adoration]37 (Rom
12:10, Rom 13:8).


ORION


Water spirits:-
Constellation of Leviathan [7 stars] (Job 9:9, Amos
5:8). It can be representative of water spirits.


Spirit of the world:- It
is seen as representing Nimrod or the spirit of the world [man]
and worldliness (Ez 29:3-5, Job 3:8).


OSTRICH


Joyful person:- Can show
that the person is happy [joyful] (Job 39:13, Ps
5:11, Ps 89:15, Is 56:7).


Mourning:- It can
signify mourning and groaning [agonies] (Job 30:29.


Difficulty:- The person
is prone to difficulty [desert experiences] and has
a preference for desolate places (Jer 50:39).


Insufficient care:- It
can show that the person does not take sufficient care of his children [family, congregation or business].


OUTER SPACE


No limitation:- To go
beyond your normal or natural limitations. Something unexpected or not known
(Gen 12:1).


OVEN [stove,
furnace]


Passionate prayers:-
Heat of passion in your prayers to God (Ps 39:3).


Purification and preparation:-
It can show that the Lord is purifying you so that you can do His work (Mal
4:1).


Offering:- A sacrifice
or an offering (Lev 2:4).


Passion:- The heat of
the oven can symbolize a person’s passion and enthusiasm.


Preparation:- It can
also represent the purification [sanctification] of
the saints, showing that the Lord has formed them and is now strengthening [like baking pottery in an oven] them in preparation for
being released into ministry (Jer 18:6).


Destroying the unclean:-
Judgment and destruction of the unclean (Luk 12:28, Ps 21:9).


Famine:- Famine [starved of the Word of God].


Difficulty:- Someone in
very difficult circumstances [experiencing a very testing
period].


Inflaming:- Warning that
the inflaming of human passions and malice [sin]
will rebound on those who instigated it (Hos 7:6-7).


Adultery:- Adultery (Hos
7:4).


OWL


Spirit of death:-
Warning of impending mourning [spirit of death] or
can show someone who is in mourning (Ps 102:6).


Omen of ruin:- An omen
of destruction and ruin (Is 34:11).


Lonely:- Describes a
person who feels lonely and desolated, or who prefers to function on their own
[independent mind-set] (Is 34:14, Ps 102:6).


Unclean spirit:- Can
indicate the presence of an unclean spirit (Lev 11:13, Lev 11:16). The presence
of an abomination (Lev 11:17-18, Deut 14:16).


Spiritual blindness:- As
the owl operates in darkness it can be associated with spiritual blindness and
acts of darkness [sin].


Worldly wisdom:- The
pagan association of wisdom can show that the person is filled with worldly and
fleshly wisdom and not open to guidance by the Spirit.


Attentive:- In the
natural owls have large heads, ear tufts and large eyes which can symbolize an
attentive person with excellent vision and understanding (Ex 31:3).


OX


Teaching Gospel:-
It can symbolize the preparation of a feast, or the teaching of the Gospel
(Prov 9:2, Mat 22:4).


Willing:- A willing and
hardworking person (1 Cor 9:9).


Fair wage:- It can be a
call to pay a fair wage to your employees (1 Tim 5:8).


Loyal:- A loyal person
(Is 1:3).


Strong character:-
Someone with strength of character (Prov 14:4, Num 24:8).


Apostolic ministry:- An
ox was used to break [plough] new ground, therefore
it can represent an apostolic ministry.


Ignorance:- Can describe
a person who is ignorant [gullible, unwise personality]
of the fact that they are being led into sin (Jer 11:19, Prov 7:22).


OX-WAGON


Iniquitous burden:-
Shows someone carrying a large burden because of the iniquities of their
ancestors (Ezr 9:7, Ps 38:4). In need of deliverance.


Carry ability:- A wagon
can carry a large burden with comfort, therefore this shows being equipped to
handle heavy burdens (Acts 15:28, Matt 11:30).


Burdened:- Shows
carrying a large burden wearing the person down (Is 43:24, 2 Cor 5:4).


OXYGEN


Inspiration of the Spirit:-
Pure inspiration of the Holy Spirit. Source of life. The power of God in us
(Gen 2:7, Job 33:4).


OYSTER


Hidden wealth:- Can
represent something nourishing and delicious that holds the secret of hidden
wealth. A surprising discovery! (Matt 13:44, Deut 33:19).


Introverted person:- A
person that does not talk much. Someone with deep hidden secrets [knowledge] that are not easily revealed (Prov 11:13, Ecc
9:17).

PACIFIER


Stifling expression:-
Warning against someone that is trying to quiet you when you want to speak out
(Job 13:13).


Seeking love and comfort:-
It can also point to a person that is immature and seeking the comfort of something
to assure him of love. Can also point to the need of love in a person [seeking love and comfort] (Col 2:2).


PAINT


Word of God:-
Can represent the Word of God [painting a picture with
words].


False teachings:- It can
indicate false teachings [painting the wrong picture]
(Rev 2:14, Jer 4:30).


PAINT BRUSH


Teaching the Word:-
Can refer to someone who is teaching the Word of the Lord [paints
pictures with words] (1 Tit 2:7, Prov 4:2).


PAINTING [art]


Teaching ministry:- It
can indicate a teaching ministry [painting pictures with
words], or a person with a passionate, romantic or eccentric lifestyle
(Rom 2:20, 1 Tim 2:7, Mar 12:32).


Idolatry:- It can point
to idolatry (Nah 2:3, Hab 2:18).


PAINTING [wall]


Renewal:- It can
indicate that the person is cleansing himself of sin [repenting]
and renewing himself or his mind [and his image]
before the Lord (Rom 12:2).


Hypocrite:- It can point
to falseness and perversion which is hidden by a veneer of holiness [hypocrite] (Mat 23:27).


PAJAMAS [sleepwear,
gown]


Prepared for revelations:-
Shows that you are prepared to rest in the Lord. To be relaxed in His presence.
Prepared to receive heavenly revelations [dreams and
visions] from the Lord (Num 12:6).


Unprepared:- Not
prepared for the battle [not dressed in spiritual armour]
(Eph 6.


PALACE [castle]


Heavenly abode:- Can
refer to Christ’s heavenly abode (Ps 45:8, John 14:1, 2).


Important:- An important
and highly regarded person (Ps 78:69, Ps 144:12).


Splendour:- The
splendour and majesty of the church [Body of Christ]
(Song 8:9, 1 Chron 29:1).


Government:-
Figuratively it can refer to a government, a place of rulership, indicating
that you may be called to a position of rulership in government, in a community
or an organization (Gen 41:43, Gen 45:8, 1 King 1:35).


Holiness:- It can refer
to a place of holiness, where the presence of God is established (2 Chron 2:1,
2 Chron 2:12).


Closer relationship:-
The Lord is calling you to a closer relationship with Him, inviting you to His
palace, to share in the abundance, wealth and safety of the King of Kings.


Lofty fortress:- A lofty
fortress which is a symbol of luxury and wealth (Luk 7:25).


Place of abundance:- The
Lord is showing you that He will bring you to a place of abundance and beauty
(Est 1:6).


PALM TREE


True believer:- It can
be an emblem of true believers in Christ (Ez 40:26, Ps 92:12). An upright and
honest person who trusts and loves God (Jer 10:5).


Spiritual growth:-
Someone who grows spiritually irrespective of the pressures of life (Ex 1:12),
or with a sunny personality and being fruitful in all they do.


Place of rest:- It can
indicate a place of comfort, rest and provision (Ex 15:27).


- Palm tree leaves


Victory over sin:- It
can represent joy and victory over sin, satan, the world and death through an
intimate relationship with Christ (Lev 23:40)55.


PAN [pot,
bowl]


Hard working person:- It
is a vessel which can be used to prepare food, wash things in it, store things
in it and heat water in. It can therefore signify someone who is hard-working
and willing to bring the Word of God to different people in different ways so
that they can grasp its meaning (Ps 60:8, Jer 35:5, Prov 27:3).


- Boiling pan


Purification:- It can
symbolize purification [sanctification] (Prov 17:3,
Prov 27:21) and can also point to a burden for something or someone which is
boiling inside of you (Ps 81:6).


Heated argument:- It can
point to anger or a heated argument which is being brought to the point of
resolution or even to violence (Job 41:20).


National sin disclosed:-
It can also represent evil as a result of national sin which is about to break
forth and disclose itself (Jer 1:13).


- Broken pan


Disliked:- It refers to
someone who is disliked, in whom the Lord does not take pleasure and who is not
acceptable (Jer 22:27).


Blessings withdrawn:- It
is a caution that if you do not change your ways, the Lord will withdraw His
blessings and you will not prosper (Jer 22:30).


- Old or black pan


In a rut:- An old pan [or burned black] shows that the person has fallen into a
rut and is not open to change or renewal (Lev 6:28).


PANELLED HOUSE [house]


Comfort:- It represents
comfort and luxury (Hag 1:4).


Selfishness:- Can be a
caution that the person is selfish and self-centered (Hag 1:4).


PANTIES


Basic covering:- Can
show basic [or the minimum] covering (1 Sam 2:18; 2
Sam 6:14).


Honouring God:-
Points to a person holding on tightly to God. It can refer to abundantly
praising and honouring God (Jer 13:11), or to righteousness and faithfulness
(Is 11:5, Jer 13:11).


Self-sufficiency:- It
can be a caution of a self-sufficient and independent person who has a fleshly
approach towards ministry.


Not covered:- It can
also be a warning that the person is not covered by the Lord (Ps 147:10).


- Torn, lost Shorts or
underpants


Stubbornness:- A caution
that the person is not holding on to God. It can also refer to stubbornness
wickedness and not obeying God, or point to worship of strange [other] gods (Jer 13:10, Jer 13:11).


PANTRY


Reserve provision:- This
is where food, spices and reserve provisions are stored. It can therefore refer
to the place where precious revelations of the Word of God are kept in reserve,
to be used when it is needed or when God commands (Rom 16:25, 1 Sam 3:7, Eph
3:3).


Worldly revelations:-
The spices in the pantry can refer to worldly revelations that you have not
accepted or have not rejected either (Ez 21:24).


- Empty pantry


Spiritual dryness:- It
is a caution of difficult times to come or of dryness in Word revelations and
in your relationship with God (2 Cor 4:3, Luk 19:42).


PANTS [trousers,
clothes]


Spiritual covering:-
Spiritual covering by Jesus Christ in your walk [in business,
ministry, etc.] with Him. Not merely depending on own strength in
ministry.


Truth:- Girded by the
belt of truth (Eph 6:14).


- Without trousers [naked legs]


Trusting in own strength:-
Trusting in worldly and own strength in your preparation for ministry (Ps
147:10) [the legs represent strength and if they are
uncovered the person is not being guided by the Holy Spirit. It shows
self-sufficiency and independence].


















PAPER


Message:- Take careful
note of that which is written in the newspaper as it will hold the clue to the
message the Lord is giving you.


Special event:- It can
be a warning of a special event or message for yourself or another person (Judg
3:20, Is 62:11, Hag 1:3, 1 John 1:5).


Negative event:- Warning
of a negative event to come (Is 28:19).


PARACHUTE


Spiritual giftings:- Can
indicate someone who is prepared to function in the heavenly realm [spiritual giftings] and is assured of God’s provision and
protection (2 Chron 32:7).


Reliance on God:-
A person who trusts in and fully relies on God (Ps 16:1, Ps 9:10).


Escape route:- It can be
a warning that your partner is planning to “bail out” of a transaction, or is
planning an escape route [clause] to get out of a
deal. It can also be a warning to escape from or get out of a situation or a
transaction (Ps 71:2, Gen 19:22).


PARADISE


Everlasting life:- The
promise of everlasting life to those who overcome (Rev 2:7).


PARA-GLIDER


Led by the Spirit:-
Shows that you are moved and led by the Holy Spirit. You have the freedom to
flow freely and dynamically in the Holy Spirit (Deut 32:11) and can take up
your authority in Christ.


Insufficient prayer:- If
you are soaring in the air and feel anxious or threatened, it can reflect
insufficient prayer covering and intercession for the spiritual ministry or business
that you are involved in (Job 39:19).


- Flying near hazardous
objects


Be careful:- If you are
flying near hazardous objects it is a warning to be careful about the things
you are involved in or working with. It is also a warning that you have to hear
from God about where the obstacles lie.


PARALYZED


Powerless:- Shows being
left powerless [or disabled] to do the work you are
called for on account of unbelief, circumstances, sin, or by mistake (2 Sam
9:13).


Remnant:- It can refer
to someone who is unable or unwilling to take up his position and role in the
Kingdom, or passive remnants of the Kingdom (Mic 4:7, Jer 31:8).


PARAMEDIC


On the spot healing:-
Can mean that you are being called to a travelling healing ministry guided by
the Holy Spirit, or represent the healing presence of the Holy Spirit Who is
healing those in need from sickness or spiritual bondage (Mark 2:17, Prov
26:11).


PARCEL [package]


Gift:- To receive
something [a gift] that was promised long ago. It
can also refer to a promise that was hidden long ago that has now gone into
fulfilment [received the gift] (Luk 12:2, 1 Pet
4:10).


PARK


Place of rest:- A park
can refer to someone else’s business or ministry where you can receive rest and
restoration (Heb 4:10-11).


PARKING AREA [parking
lot]


Passive ministry:- It
shows that your business or ministry is not being effective and in a passive
phase by not doing the work of God.


Period of rest:- It can
show that your ministry or business is in a period of waiting or must enter a
period of rest (Is 65:10).


PARLIAMENT


To rule:- Authority to
rule given to a person or group of people (Rom 13:1).


PARTITION


God’s protection:- This
can show having a fence [wall] of protection around
you and that you will not be overwhelmed. God is our wall of protection (Is
26:1, Is 60:18). Trust in the Lord and in His protection (Jer 15:20, Job
38:20). It can symbolize the Church as a protection to the nations (Song
8:9-10). God’s ordinances as a protection to the Church (Song 2:9; Is 5:5).


Boundary:- It can also
show that you have reached the boundary [limit] of
the expansion of your ministry or business. If you continue with an export
drive you will not succeed (Jer 5:22, Job 26:10).


Place of safety:- Place
of protection and safety (Nahum 2:5, Zech 2:5). The New Jerusalem (Rev 21:12;
Rev 21:14, 17-21).


Salvation:- Salvation
(Is 26:1, Is 60:18).


Self-defence:- Someone
building a fence of defence around themselves, meaning they are hiding their
true self.


Separation:- Designed as
separation or partition between the children of God and the unsaved (Ez 43:8,
Eph 2:14).


Self-protection:- It can
be a symbol of own or self-protection, or refer to trusting things or people
more than trusting the Lord (Deut 28:52, Is 22:11). The rich man’s wealth which
he sees as protection in his conceit (Prov 18:11).


False doctrines:- False
or evil doctrines built around people by the church or ministry, to control or
manipulate them (Ezr 4:12, Job 24:11).


Obstacle:- Obstacle or
limitation. Can also be seen as an obstacle which prevents you from doing that
which the Lord has called you to do.


PARROT


Present other’s ideas:-
Can represent someone who uses other people’s ideas and initiatives as their
own (Jer 23:30).


Mindless:- It can be a
mindless person who does not think for himself but merely repeats what


others are saying without verifying the facts (3 John 1:11).


Loud person:- Can be a
loud person who loves to be the centre of attention (2 Tim 3:2-4).


Mocking spirit:- It can
represent a person beset by a mocking spirit (2 Kings 2:23).


PARTRIDGE


Easy target:- It points
to someone who presents an easy target, or who continuously thinks they are being
pursued [runs away senselessly without a plan] by
attackers and is feeling fatigued and vulnerable [can be
knocked down with ease by the enemy] (1 Sam 26:20).


Foolish person:- It can
also refer to a foolish person who does not care well for that which is
valuable or his duty (Jer 17:11).


PASSAGE [corridor]


Change:- A passage
represents a passage into something new. You can therefore expect that the Lord
will bring new things into your life and that you must be ready for change (Is
57:18).


Restoration:- It can
represent the restoration of a broken relationship (Gen 20:7).


To receive:- To receive
something that has been long outstanding (2 Chron 1:9).


Way prepared:- It can
show that God has prepared the way to move into your calling (Act 2:33, Num
13:30, Gen 32:22).


- Passage in basement


Foundation:- The
basement signifies a foundation or a basis of a business or a ministry.


Trusted:- It can show
that you are trusted by the Lord to establish something new [a new way].


New move:- It can be a
new move of the Holy Spirit, a new ministry, a new business or a fivefold ministry
(Is 41:15).


Sinful area:- The person
may be hiding a sinful area, shortcomings in his personality, or background, in
the hope of it not being discovered (Lev 4:13, Jos 7:21).


PASSENGER [car-passenger]


Witness:- It can
represent a witness [Holy Spirit] to your ministry
(Act 5:32).


Passive participant:-
Can represent a person that is going along but not participating actively in
the event, business or ministry.


PASSION FRUIT [grenadella]


Poisonous:- The passion
fruit is poisonous when green which points to an inexperienced person that can
cause great damage if released too soon (2 Chron 13:7).


Sexual sins:- It can
also refer to sexual sin in a person’s life (Rom 1:27, Rev 2:14).


PASSPORT


Opportunity:- An
opportunity to achieve something great.


Set apart:- Someone who
is set apart [alienated] from worldly things and
ambitions in order to do the spiritual work that the Lord has called him for
(Ps 39:12).


Permission:- A written
license from a king or other proper authority, granting permission or safe
conduct for one to pass through his territories with safety and surety (38)
(Neh 2:7, Ps 136:14).


PAST


Past:- Times or things
past, to look back on former ages. Foolish former ways (Ps 85:8, 1 Cor 10:12).


After-glow:- After-glow
of divine radiance (Ex 32:23).


Giving up:- To turn your
back on that which you have been involved in means you are forsaking it [quitting] and giving it up. To forsake, or to neglect, or
to turn the back on someone. To be removed from, or to be absent, (Zech 7:11,
12, 1 King 11:9, Ps 129). Leaving your first love (Rev 2:4).


Turn back:- It can be a
call from God to turn back to Him (2 Chron 30:6, Is 31:6, Jer 3:12, 14, 22, Hos
6:1).


Forgotten:- Something
forgotten, or something which happened long ago (Hos 8:14).


In secret:- Behind the
back is out of sight, meaning to do something in secret. It can also show
disloyalty (Ps 78:57).


Opposition:- Opposed to,
opposition, backbiting (Ps 15:1-3, Prov 25:23, Rom 1:28, Rom 1:30, 2 Cor 12:20).


Not progressing:- Can
mean you are falling back, i.e. not making progress.


Prior state:- The place
from which one came, a former state, condition or station (Heb 10:32, Mal 3:4).


Act superior:- To act
superior, or to treat others with contempt (Ez. 23:35, Neh. 9:26).


Refusing to listen:- It
can also signify a person that is refusing to listen, turning his back to God,
or another person, and thereby forsaking or neglecting them (2 Cor 11:3, Gal
3:1-3, Gal 5:4, 7).


PASTA [noodles]


Spiritual food:- Can
refer to spiritual food or the Word of God. Can also point to the eating [digesting] the Word of God. Spiritual nourishment (1 Pet
2:2).


PASTOR


Jesus’ care:- It can
represent a reminder of Jesus’ comfort and care for His children, or indicate a
calling to a pastoral ministry (Ps 23:1).


Ministering angel:- It
can also be a ministering angel sent to comfort you in a time of need.


PASTURE


Place of calling:- It
can refer to the place to which the Lord is sending you to work for Him [your calling] (Ps 79:13, Ps 95:7).


PATH


Discernment:- It can
point to wisdom and discernment given by the Holy Spirit (Is 40:14, Prov 2:9).


Righteous way:- It can
indicate the path of righteousness (Is 26:7, Prov 4:26).


Path of life:- It
symbolizes the path of life, unknown and movable (Ex 24:10, Prov 5:6).


Your life:- It can also
signify your life [your life’s path] (Ps 139:3, Jer
6:16).


- Path beside river


Counterfeit prophet:- If
it is dry and dusty and runs alongside the river [prophetic
path] it can refer to a counterfeit prophet or prophetic word (Act
13:6).


PATIO [stoep,
veranda]


New season:- You are at
a pivotal place or season in your life and can choose to move into a new
dimension. It is a promise that you are at the point where you can enter into
and access something new or a new phase in your life, or the opening up of a
way to leave a current situation (Eph 1:17, Is 7:16).


Opening creative abilities:-
It can reflect an opportunity for a person’s creative abilities to be opened
up.


Jesus’ way:- Jesus
Christ is also referred to as the way and can thus show that Jesus is showing
you the way and it is a call for you to follow Him (Phil 4:1).


Answer to questions:- It
can show that you will receive a prophetic word or Rhema Word, which will
answer many of your questions (Luk 19:4, 2 Sam 2:27, Is 40:5).


PAVEMENT [sidewalk]


Road of life:- It
symbolizes the road of life, unknown yet still immovable (Ex 24:10, Prov 5:6).


Your life:- It can point
to your life [life’s road] (Ps 139:3, Jer 6:16).


PAVILLION [stadium]


Gathering of saints:-
Can represent the gathering of the saints for a special event or occasion, or
to receive a special message from the Lord (2 Chron 3:1, Ps 106:47).


Evangelise large groups:-
It can be a call to an evangelistic ministry to large groups of people (Act
16:10).


Works made public:- A
warning that your works will be made public [to be seen by
a large number of people], shown at a public exhibition (2 Thes 2:3, 8,
Gal 5:19).


PAW


Uncleanness:- A symbol
of uncleanness or demonic power42 (1 Sam 17:37).


PAW-PAW [papaya]


Tender person:- It can
represent a tender, soft, gentle type of person (2 Cor 10:1, Prov 25:15, Matt
11:8) who can easily be hurt and must be handled with care (2 Sam 18:5, 1 Thes
2:7).


Favour:- It can
symbolize the favour and provision of the Lord (Ps 5:12, Prov 16:15).


Joined to:- In the same
way that a paw-paw absorbs the flavour of other fruit, it is symbolic of a
person that receives the nature of Christ (2 Pet 1:4).


Victory:- Praise and
worship, glory, victory (Rev 6:2, 19:11, 14) and happiness (Rev 3:5).


PEACHES


Promise of beauty:- It
is an expression or promise of beauty and wealth (1 King 10:22).


Fleshly pleasures:- Can
refer to worldly abundance and fleshly pleasures (Num 11:5).


False teachings:- Can
show that the person is receiving false [worldly]
teachings.


Sympathy:- A sympathetic
person39 (Ex 2:6, Job 6:14) touched by the needs of others.


Thankful:- It is a
thankful expression or promise of beauty and wealth (1King 10:22). Gratitude,
appreciation40 (2 Sam 22:50, 1 Chron 16:35).


Sincerity:- Descriptive of sincerity and
modesty41 (Prov 15:33, Col 2:23).


Pleasing:- Symbolic of
something or someone that is good or pleasing [an excellent
person]42 (Matt 11:9, Dan 5:12).


Worldly teachings:- Can
refer to worldly abundance and fleshly pleasures (Num 11:5, Luk 8:14). Can show
that the person is receiving false [worldly]
teachings (1 Tim 4:1, Tit 3:3).


PEACOCK


Pride:- Symbolic of
pride of man.


Promise of beauty:- It
is an expression or promise of beauty, wealth and majesty (1 King 10:22).


Arrogant person:- It can
also point to an arrogant and boasting person (John 39:13) and generally
symbolizes someone who likes to promote himself or make themselves look good.


PEAR


Love:- A pear can
represent fondness, the relationship between lovers, sweet, soft and refreshing
(Song1:2, 15).


Worldly pleasure:- It
can also represent worldly pleasures and worldly richness that draws you away
from the Lord (2 Tim 3:4).


PEARL


Precious:- Someone or
something precious, scarce and beautiful (Mat 13:46).


Wise saying:- It can
also be a wise saying [expressions of wisdom] (Mat
7:6).


PEBBLE


Greatness:- David used a
pebble to end the threat of the giant, Goliath, against Israel. A pebble can
refer to something small and insignificant that can achieve greatness. It can
also be likened to Jesus Christ that is the stumbling stone to the religious
spirit. Even though he was looked down upon and despised, He had the qualities
of greatness and glory within Him (1 Sam 17:40-49, Is 8:14, 1 Pet 2:8).


Irritation:- A pebble in
your shoe can represent an irritation, something stealing your peace or that is
bothering you [worry] (Mar4:19).


PEGASUS [flying
horse]


False teachings:- A
flying horse can indicate trusting false teachings and prophecies [fairy-tales] and not the Lord.


Own abilities:- Such a
person would often trust in their own ability to resolve issues and not wait on
the Lord to guide and lead them (1 Sam 13:9-11, Is 30:16).


Spirits of the air:- It
can also point to the presence of spirits of the air (Eph 6:12).


PELICAN


Good provider:- A person
who provides well for his children.


Unclean spirit:- It can
be a caution about the presence of an unclean spirit (Lev 11:18, Deut 14:17).


Loneliness:- Can show
feelings of loneliness and desolation (Ps 102:6-7, Is 34:11).


PEN [pencil]


Past record:- Can
represent a record of the things of the past, or it can signify words of the
future. For example, a vision of a hand holding a sharpened pencil on a clean
sheet of paper in the top right quadrant of the vision can show that God is
preparing a new chapter in your life (Hab 2:2). It can also show that your past
is forgiven and forgotten and that you can reach out to the future. To record
or testify of the things of the past and to ponder on them (Job 19:23-24).


Testimonies:- Positive
testimonies of the past (Phil 4:8).


Tongue:- Can refer to
the tongue (Ps 45:1).


Words:- Can represent a
permanent record of words (Jer 17:1).


God’s instruction:-
Recording an instruction from God.


Covenant:- Covenant.
Agreement. Contract or vow (Is 8:1). To publish or record an agreement or event
(Jer 36:18, Job 13:26, Jer 8:8).


Negative past:-
Recording or remembering negative things from the past (Job 19:24, Jer 17:1).


Lying words:- Can point
to lying words (Jer 8:8).


- Black pen


Enemy words:- Can
signify the words of the enemy, or a contract that the evil one has over your
life (John 8:44, Matt 16:23).


Negative thoughts:- It
can also show harbouring negative thoughts and/or words towards another (1 John
4:1), or be a record of unbelief or fear (Matt 13:19).


- Golden pen


Glory:- Gold represents
glory, victory and faith therefore it can signify a witness or record of the
glory of God, victory or a message that inspires faith.


- Red pen


Words of anger:- Red
signifies anger, conflict and strife therefore it can signify words or thoughts
of anger.


Past conflicts:- It can
also refer to a record of the conflicts of the past (Heb 10:32). It can also
point to a person that remembers all the hurt and difficulties in the past [records them]1.


- White pen


Righteousness:- White
represents purity and righteousness therefore it can signify testimonies coming
from a pure and faithful heart (Ps 24:4).


Influence:- Symbolic of
a person with influence (Prov 27:1).


Friendship:- Reflection
of friendship (Song 3:6).


Delightful person:-
Delightful person.


Worship:- Worship unto
the Lord (Luk 7:8, Eph 5:2, Phil 4:18).


PENGUIN


Formal but fearful person:-
Can represent a person that looks very formal, upright and dedicated but is
very fearful inside.


Groupthink:- A person
influenced by groupthink and would rather go with the group than to think for
himself.


PENIS [phallus]


Strength of man:- A
penis can symbolise the strength of a man, or the underlying strength of a person.
Even though it is the most insignificant member of a man’s body, it carries the
potential to be used to bring forth life (Gen 49:3).


Spiritual significance:-
It is also likened to a spear [to thrust with] as
expressed by the Hebrew word zayin which is also the symbol for the number
seven. It can thus represent spiritual significance and the inherent perfection
that is present in man (Col 1:26).


Sexuality:- It can also
refer to sexual desire and in a negative sense can point to sexual perversion
(Lev 18:23).


PEOPLE [person]


When you dream of a group of people it is important to identify
the context to understand what they represent. In church context it can refer
to believers and in work context it can refer to employees.


Believers:- If they are
in church it can be the representation of the Body of Christ, believers.


PERFUME


Acceptable person:-
Perfume can be associated with someone who is acceptable and righteous before
the Lord [a positive influence] (Ez 20:41, Gen
27:27, Song 2:13).


Seduction:- Can also be
something that seduces the senses, such as food for a hungry man, or the
perfume of a seductive woman (Prov 7:17, Ecc 10:1).


Honouring the dead:- Can
symbolize honouring the dead (2 Chron 16:14, Luk 24:1, John 19:39).


Misleading spirit:- The
caution is therefore that perfume can represent a seductive and misleading
spirit [ a negative influence].


PERSON [people]


When you dream of a person it is important to identify the
context to understand what he represents.


Believer:- If he is in a
church it can be the representation of a believer in the Body of Christ.


- Blind person


Spiritual blindness:- It
can represent a someone who does not understand that Jesus is the Christ [Messiah] and still wants to appease the Lord with works
and religious adherence to the Law (Heb 10:1).


- Crippled person


Lack of fellowship:- It
symbolizes someone who does not make time to spend with the Lord, or who does
not fellowship with other believers (Prov 26:15, Prov 24:30).


- Healthy person


Doing good works:- Can
represent someone who does good works and has a healthy spiritual relationship
with the Lord (2 Thes 1:11).


- Naked person


Feelings exposed:- It
can show someone who has nothing to hide or who is prepared to risk exposure of
his deepest feelings to others (John 3:20).


Without baggage:- To be
without baggage. Stripped of your old nature. Ready to put on a new garment.
The garment of righteousness (Zech 3:4).


Shame:- Shame (Rev 3:18,
Rev 16:15) and humiliation (Is 20:2-4, Lam 1:8, Hos 2:3, Nah 3:5).


Unprepared:- Unprepared
for what he must be done. A sinful life and deeds being exposed (John 3:20).
Inadequate preparation, without spiritual armour (Eph 6:11-17). Passivity. Not
clothed with the righteousness of Christ (Rev 3:18).


Sin:- Awareness of sin
in your life (Gen 3:7, Job 22:6, 1 Cor 4:11).


Sin uncovered:-
Uncovering of sin (Ez 23:29).


Casting off restraint:-
To break loose, or to cast away restraint (1 Cor 4:11, Ex 32:25, 2 Chron
28:19).


Perversion:- Homosexual
and perverted thoughts, or involvement in such activities (Gen 9:22-23, Hab
2:15).


Vulnerable:- Vulnerable
to the attacks of the enemy.


Naked soul:- Nakedness
in your soul.


Adultery:- It can also
point to adultery.


- Near-sighted
person


Spiritual ignorance:- It
can represent a believer who does not see or recognize that a spirit-filled
relationship is more important than the things and works of the world (Heb
7:19).


- Rotten-nosed
person [sinusitus]


Lacks wisdom:- It can
represent someone with poor discernment [lacks wisdom],
or point to pride (Jam 1:5, Prov 11:14).


- Thin and weak person


Spiritual adultery:- Can
symbolize someone who is unfaithful in his work for the Lord and who does not
have a healthy [spiritual] relationship with Him
(Rom 1:32).


PERSONNEL [employees]


Disciple: - Can
represent someone for whom you have to take responsibility to coach, mentor
and/or disciple (Col 3:23).


Task relationship:- A
fellow employee can represent someone with whom you are yoked [work or task relationship] but do not necessarily share
any particular interest with. It can also refer to a person who will assist you
in a ministry (2 Cor 6:14).


PETROL [gasoline,
fuel]


Energy:- It is the
influence or energy that powers a ministry or business.


Holy Spirit
power:- In a spiritual sense it can symbolize the power of the Holy
Spirit (2 Tim 1:7-8, 1 Thes 1:5).


Explosive power:- In a
negative sense it can symbolize explosive energy which can cause great damage
and even destroy a business or ministry [contention, danger].


PETROL STATION [fuel,
gas station]


Re-invigorating:- Need
for rest, refilling by the Holy Spirit, setting time apart for prayer (Eph
5:18).


Energy:- It is the
influence or energy that powers or propels a ministry or business.


Holy Spirit
power:- In a spiritual sense it can symbolize the power of the Holy
Spirit in your life or enterprise (2 Tim 1:7-8, 1 Thes 1:5).


Explosive power:- In a
negative sense it can symbolize explosive energy which can cause great damage
and even destroy a business or ministry (Ps 115:16).


PHONEBOOK


Intercession for the lost:-
A phonebook [which contains the name of many people]
is used to seek [intercede for] someone specific. It
can therefore refer to a call to intercede for someone specifically [who is lost] or for a whole town/city that is represented
by the phone book (Deut 4:29, 2 Chron 7:14).


PHOTO [picture]


Past happening:- Can be
a reminder of something that happened in the past [a
significant thing of current importance that happened in the past] (Gen
9:16).


- Picture frame


Context:- Can provide
the context which the picture is illustrating.


- Empty picture frame


Blocked memory:- If it
is just an empty frame it can point to the time and/or era where a memory is
blocked and impossible to recall [pray and ask the Holy
Spirit to reveal the picture] (Mark 8:18, Jude 1:17).


PHYSICIAN [medical
doctor]


Healing ministry:- Can
mean being called to a healing ministry, or represent the healing presence of
the Holy Spirit Who is healing the person from sickness or spiritual bondage
(Mark 2:17, Prov 26:11).


PIANO [music]


Worship:- It can
symbolize praise, worship and harmony (Is 30:29, Jam 5:13, Ps 45:1, Is 5:1), or
point to a prophetic calling (Ex 15:20).


PICK [garden
tool]


New relationship:- It
can indicate that you will require ice breaking and concentrated effort to
develop a new relationship, business or ministry [break
down the hardened heart] (Rom 5:7, Ex 1:14).


PICK-UP TRUCK [LDV
or bakkie]


Life:- As with other
vehicles, it refers to a person’s life, career, ministry, business, an activity
or involvement in something (2 King 10:16).


Business:- It often
relates to a business, farming or trade activity which you are called to or is
involved in.


Important work:- It can
show the ability to do important and holy work for the Lord (1 Chron 13:7).


PICTURE [photo]


Past happening:- Can be
a reminder of something that happened in the past [a
significant thing of current importance that happened in the past] (Gen
9:16).


- Picture frame


Context:- Can provide
the context which the picture is illustrating.


- Empty picture frame


Blocked memory:- If it
is just an empty frame it can point to the time and/or era where a memory is
blocked and impossible to recall [pray and ask the Holy
Spirit to reveal the picture] (Mark 8:18, Jude 1:17).


PIE


Business transaction:-
Can symbolize involvement in a business or transaction [being
part of].


Word of God:-
It can also symbolize the Word of God and the gifts of the Spirit which
strengthens you, builds you up and establishes you in the will of the Father
(John 4:34,


Heb 5:12).


PIER [wharf,
dock]


Destination:- Arriving
at your destination or the place where the Lord wants to use you next (Acts
15:4).


Prepare for a journey:-
It can indicate that the Lord is preparing you for a journey or a new phase in
your life.


PIG


Unclean spirit:- It
represents the presence of an unclean spirit (Lev 11:7, 8).


Aggressive personality:-
Someone with an aggressive and ungenerous or stingy personality


(Mat 7:6).


Filthy habits:- A person
with filthy habits (2 Pet 2:22).


Degraded:- Degradation
and humiliation (Luk 15:15).


Backsliding:- Can be a
wicked and backsliding person (Mat 7:6).


Hypocrite:- Symbolic of
a hypocrite (2 Pet 2:22)43.


- Sow [female pig]


Ignorance:- Ignorance,
hypocrisy, hypocrite [pretends to have admirable
principles, but does not behaves in that way], religious unbelief or an
unclean person (Is 66:3, Mat 7:6)53.


PIGEON [dove]


God’s greatness:- It
represents the richness and greatness of God (Ps 68:13).


Kind person:- Shows
someone who is kind, gentle and fully reliant on God’s protection (Ps 74:19).


Love:- Represents
feelings of love, peace and a longing to be with loved ones (Song 2:14).


Purity:- It shows
someone who is pure and undefiled, with inner beauty, true to their mate (Song
5:2), is being led by the Holy Spirit and won’t lose direction easily (Matt
3:1, 1 Cor 2:16).


Mourning:- Can show
experiencing a sense of loss and mourning (Ps 56:1, Is 38:14).


Self-affliction:-
Someone who can make silly decisions causing himself harm (Hos 7:14).


PILL [drugs]


Healing:- Prescription
pills would normally symbolize healing from a serious ailment or affliction
(Jer 33:6, Mal 4:2).


Witchcraft:- Shows
involvement in witchcraft, or a sect, teachings or person that controls him to
the extent that he seems drugged and not capable of making his own decisions or
escape from it (1 King 16:19, Is 29:9, 1 King 20:16).


PILLAR


Memorial:- A memorial [to remember an important event] (Gen 28:28).


Witness:- Can represent
a witness to an agreement (Gen 31:52).


Remarkable person:- A
reminder of a remarkable person or event in your life (Gen 35. 2 Sam 18).


Founded in Christ:-
Shows being well founded in Christ [Job 9].


Stability:- It
represents stability and consistency (Job 26:11, 1 Sam 2:8, Ps 75:3), or a
leader (Jer 1:18, Gal 2:9).


Christians:- Christians
[saints] can be regarded as pillars [support and security] of the church (Gal 2:9, Rev 3:12).


Church:- It can also
symbolize the church of Christ (1 Tim 3:15).


Overcomer:- An overcomer
(Rev 3:12).


Angel:- A strong angel
(Rev 10:1).


- White pillars


Pure leaders:- It can
represent holy and pure leaders and Christians (Lev 16:4, Lev 16:32, 2 Chron
5:12).


Spotless life:-
Someone’s pure, spotless nature and life.


Holiness:- The holiness
of God’s members, their faith and conversation (Gen 49:12). Innocence, to be
clean, clarity, restored (Ecc 9:8, Dan 7:9).


PILLOW


Prophetic ministry:-
Represents a private place where you sleep and dream. It can show being called
to, or involved in, a prophetic type ministry (1 Sam 3:3).


Revelations:- A place of
revelation, of Godly mysteries (2 Kings 4:10).


Rest:- In the natural it
reflects rest, ease, luxury and inactivity (Est 7:8, Ez 23:41, Amo 2:8).


Calmness:- Can also be a
person’s calmness of soul, resting in the favour of the Lord and having
soothing and gentle thoughts of God (Ps 63:6, Ps 42:8).


Evil scheming:- A place
where evil scheming is done. Can point to superfluities, the committing of
adultery, and uncleanness (Amos 6:4, Ez 13:18).


PILOT


Leader:- Can be a leader
in a spiritual ministry. If you are the pilot, it may be that the Lord shows
you that He will establish you as a leader in a spiritual ministry.


Jesus, your life’s guide:-
It can also represent Jesus who guides your life.


PIMPLE


Curse:- This is a
caution of disobedience in a person’s life which opens the door for a curse to
come upon a person (Deut 28:27).


Skin disorder:- It can
point to physical unsoundness [sickness or disease]
within a person (Lev 13:2-3).


Infirmity:- It can also
point to spiritual unsoundness or a spirit of infirmity present in a person
(Lev 13:8).


Iniquity:- It can also
be small pockets of sin or iniquity [such as anger,
jealousy, hate] and even idolatry that is damaging a person’s appearance
and needs to be dealt with (Lev 26:30).


PIN


Earthly dependence:- It
can mean trusting in earthly possessions rather than spiritual dependence on
the Lord for Him to bring His salvation (Mar 10:24, Mar 10:25, Luk 18:25, John
5:44).


Rare:- In Biblical times
it was a symbol of something rare, or difficult to find (Matt 19:26, Matt
23:24, Jer 13:23).


PINEAPPLE


Meekness:- A pineapple
is sweet, yet grows low on the ground. It can therefore refer to a person that
is powerful, well-protected and secure in the knowledge that God loves him that
he can be meek, humble and honest before the Lord.


PINE-COMB


Emasculation:- This can
refer to the emasculation of men, as in the emasculation of Aits, son and lover
of Cybele, a Roman goddess [queen of heaven]. In the
case of a woman it often can represent someone who humiliates and emasculates
males in her household and/or work environment44.


Promiscuous lifestyle:-
In depictions of the queen of heaven, the pine comb was often used to represent
the male phallus and can refer to a promiscuous lifestyle.


PINE TREE [cedar
tree]


Different ranks united:-
This can indicate people of different ranks and sizes who unite in the service
of the church (Is 41:10).


Glory of God’s
church:- Its height can point to the glory and sweet fragrance of the
church of God (Is 60:13, Is 41:19).


Promise of God’s
comfort:- It can also be guidance from the Lord that He will provide you
shadow [comfort] in a time of trial (Is 41:19).


Holy sacrifice:- It can
also point to a holy sacrifice, to be cleansed from sickness and disease (Lev
14:4-7), or the fresh fragrance of your praise and worship to the Lord.


PINK [colour,
anointing - Joseph – Onyx]


Femininity:- Pink is
mostly associated with femininity and romance.


Affection:- It can also
show that you are relaxed, affectionate, in love or have the promise of romance
(Deut 8:3).


To be added:- It is the
colour of the stone of the tribe of Joseph which means increase or to be added
to and can show that you can expect an increase in physical or spiritual
blessings (Gen 30:23, 24).


Sensual impulses:- Pink
can be associated with fleshly and immoral sensual impulses. It can therefore
be a warning to heed your thoughts and inner life so as not to be polluted by
fleshly and worldly desires (Jam 3:15).


PIPE [smoking]


Intellectual:- This is
often linked to an elderly person, a farmer or an intellectual person and would
thus point to someone who is fairly relaxed, wise and intellectually stimulated
(1 Thes 5:23, 2 Cor 13:11).


Success:- This can also
be a reflection that the person has achieved his objective or managed to
achieve success against many odds.


PIPE [hosepipe]


Spirit’s channel:- Shows
that the person is a channel for the Holy Spirit (Acts 9:15, Job 38:25).


- 3 Hosepipes linked
together


Doing God’s
will:- Fulfilment of the will of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit.


Fivefold Channel:-
Ability to be a channel for the fivefold ministry (1 Pet 4:11, Ps 103:21, Ez
44:11).


PIT


Receiving the Spirit:-
Source or place where the Holy Spirit can be received.


Captivity:- Place of
captivity (Zech 9:11).


PISTOL [gun]


Words:- This usually
means Words. The more powerful the pistol the stronger the words. The mouth or
words of the righteous (Is 49:2). The Word of the Lord’s deliverance, words of
direction.


Wrath:- In scripture,
the bullets [Word] of God are the apprehensions of
his wrath. It pierces the conscience and pains the receiver (Job 6:4, Ps 38:2).


God’s judgment:-
Figuratively speaking bullets represent the judgment of God against His enemies
(2 Sam 22:15, Deut 32:23, Ps 18:14, Zech 9:14).


Criticism:- Pistols and
bullets [in the place of the biblical bow and arrow]
signify an attack in the form of criticism, insults, witchcraft and accusing
words with the intention to destroy or hurt (Is 54:7). Accusing, fault-finding,
bitterness, criticism, rebellious words, malicious purposes, evil intent
against the righteous (Ps 11:2, Ps 64:3).


Enemy attack:- Enemy’s
destruction and attacks (Num 24:8).


Lies:- Lies and deceit
(Jer 9:8).


PIRATE


Stealing from God:-
It can refer to someone or something that prevents you from reaching the
nations, or someone that obtains wealth and riches for himself at the expense
of the Kingdom of God (John 10:1, 10).


False doctrine:- It can
also represent the evil one trying to steal the truth by bringing in false
doctrine (Col 2:8).


Deceitful person:-Be
careful who you trust. It can represent a cunning, sly and deceitful person who
could cause you harm when you least expect it (Neh 4:3, Luke 13:32).


PITCH [tar]


Worldliness overcome:-
Pitch is used to cover dirt roads [worldliness and flesh].
It can therefore point to receiving the ability to overcome the influence of
the world and a fleshly lifestyle.


Negative influences:-
The black colour of pitch can refer to the impact of negative influences (Is
34:8-9).


PIZZA


Pure Word:-
Can be likened to the flat unleavened bread used by Jews during Passover.
Leaven represents sin therefore bread [Word of God]
without leaven [without sin] represents the pure
unpolluted Word of God (1 Cor 5:7-8).


False doctrine:- The
opposite can also be true, as a pizza that is leavened and full of eastern
spices [false religion] it can represent false
doctrine (Hos 7:4).


Mixed seed:- The pizza
contains many spices which represents eastern religions. It can therefore be a
caution of an eastern religious influence [new age, buddism]
that is distorting the Word of God.


PLAINS [wide
open spaces]


Church:- Illustrative of
the Church of Christ (Song 6:11, Num 24:6).


Making way:- Can
symbolize clearing the way for the Kingdom of God (Is 40:4, Luk 3:5).


PLANTS


Place of work:- It can
represent the condition of your place of work, ministry, worship or your
family. The condition of the plant can show your level of fruitfulness before
God [it can relate to interpersonal relationships, your
relationship with God, your marriage, your calling, business or ministry]
(Is 51:3, Song 4:16, Gen 4:2-3, Song 6:2-3).


- Plant without fruit


Unfruitful:- Can
represent a woman who cannot bear children (Song 4:12).


- Plant with flowers


Praise:- Just like
clothes can be a garment of praise, flowers can symbolize praise and worship to
the Lord, and a flower garden can show a place of worship and praise (Ex 28:40,
1 Chron 16:29).


Spiritual growth:- To be
at a place where you will grow spiritually and just as a flower opening, will
be a living example of a Christ-like life (Ps 27:4, Ps 29:2).


Evangelism:- Every plant
God plants is to honour His Son (Ez 28:13, Song 4:12-16) therefore it can
symbolize evangelism, or finding new clients for your business (John 15:1).


PLASTER


Holding together:- It
shows that you are the cement that is needed to hold the Body of Christ
together in order to develop unity and growth.


Strength:- It also
symbolizes the strength needed to build and develop a ministry or a business
(Is 34:9).


Hiding sin:- Can be
symbolic of hiding sin under the plaster.


PLATE [dishes]


Gifts:- It can symbolize
the gifts the Lord has given you for ministry or business (Ps 68:18).


Presenting the Word:-
As food can be likened to the Word of God and the Holy Spirit, and a table to
the place of gathering for fellowship and communion, plates [dishes] can represent the instruments which are used to
present the Word of God. It can be training programs, courses, seminars,
prophetic prayer ministry, etc. (Deut 4:5, 1 John 2:27, Num 4:7, Judg 5:25).


Pretence:- Pretending
holiness on the outside, but full of sin on the inside.


False teachings:- It can
also represent false teachings (Mat 23:25).


- Dirty plates [dirty dishes]


Gifts not used wisely:-
Shows that you are not using your gifts in the right place, or that you have
misinterpreted the giftings (Mic 1:7).


- Plate on table


Presenting the Word
of God:- A plate [dishes] can represent the instruments used to present the
Word of God, it can be training programs, courses, seminars and prophetic
prayer ministry, etc. (Deut 4:5, 1 John 2:27, Num 4:7, Judg 5:25).


Teaching opportunity:- A
plate [teaching instrument] on the table [agreement] can indicate that the Lord is preparing an
opportunity to teach the Word at various meetings and fellowships.


Presenting God’s
gifts:- Dishes can symbolize the gifts the Lord has given you for the
ministry or business (Ps 68:18). Food can be likened to the Word of God and the
Holy Spirit, and a table the place of gathering for fellowship and communion.


PLATFORM [stage]


Setting the stage:-
Dramatic expression of a real life issue or an enactment of a real life
situation. It can also point to a stage that is set for a dramatic exposure of
your feelings and emotions (1 John 3:2, Gal 5:19).


Announced:- It can also
show that the issue that you are expecting to be announced, will be made known
(Act 13:38).


PLATINUM


Hardness:- Not affected
by the presence of the Holy Spirit. A person that resists the presence of the
Lord (Act 7:51, Rom 9:19).


Hard Working:-
A flexible and hard working person, able to be involved in many projects at the
same time (Prov 21:5)43.


Consistent:- Speaks of a
person that is consistent under all circumstances and is not influenced by the
atmosphere (2 Pet 1:10, 2 Pet 3:14).


Resisting:- Able to
resist personal and physical attacks (Jam 4:7).


Held in High
Esteem:- A promise that
the person will be held in high esteem [or is highly
esteemed]44 (1 Thes 5:13, Phil 2:9).


PLATTER


Externally focussed:-
Hypocrisy. Focused on the external, fleshly life and not on the inner man45
(Luke 11:39).


PLAYGROUND


Relaxed:- A relaxed and
joyful situation (1 Sam 6:18). To feel free, relaxed and playful [youthful expectation].


PLOUGH


Beginning important task:-
Shows that you are at the beginning of a great and important task or venture
that will require a lot of hard work to establish the foundations.


Apostolic anointing:- It
is a reminder that this is an apostolic anointing where hard ground will have
to be broken with difficulty and with courage (Job 4:3).


PLUG


Spiritual blockage:- A
plug points to something that stops, blocks or prevents the flow of the Holy
Spirit. It can also prevent that which is dealt with [defilement]
to be cast out (Eph 4:30, Gen 8:2).


PLUM


Resolute:- Determined
and courageous (Jos 1:7, 2 Chron 32:7).


Humility:- Descriptive
of a very humble person, denying himself worldly benefits (Mat 3:4).


Equipped and Confident:-
This can be descriptive of a person that does his work with confidence (2King
1:8, Mat 3:4). (Num 31:20, Heb 11:37). It can therefore show that the person is
equipped and called to do some of the most difficult tasks for the Lord. Doing
something new (Is 43:18-19, Joel 3:18).


Profitable:- Symbolic of
something that is desirable [or prestigious] and
with the potential to be highly [abundantly]
profitable (1 Tim 4:8, Tit 3:8).


Provision:- Symbolic of
the provision of God to us even though we have sinned (Gen 3:21, Heb 11:37).


PLUMB LINE


Word of God
as baseline:- It is a call to do things according to the measurements
and guidelines in the Word of God (Amos 7:7).


Moral standards:- The
setting of moral standards against which precise and exact judgment can be
done.


POCKET


Provision:- A pocket can
refer to a purse, or a means to carry money, provisions and seed. It shows the
person is prepared for a journey, his calling, ministry or business opportunity
(Is 46:6).


- Pocket with holes in


Not prepared:- A warning
that the person is not prepared for the enterprise, ministry or journey set
before him.


Without Holy
Spirit:- It can also
show that he is trying to get things done without the provision and ways of the
Holy Spirit (Hag 1:6).


POISON


Character assassination:-
A warning that your character is being poisoned by people with evil intent (Ps
140:3).


POLAR BEAR [bear]


Introvert:- Shows an
introverted person who prefers to be on their own (Ps 68:6).


Hesitant:- A person that
would rather hesitate than to make quick financial decisions (John 4:35, Ez
12:28).


Not dealing with issues:-
It can also indicate not being prepared to deal with anger and bitterness [puts it on ice] but to rather wait for certain conditions
to be fulfilled (Is 38:15, Ez 12:25).


POLICEMAN


Guarding angels:- It can
be the presence of angels appointed to guard and protect you (Prov 2:8, Luk
11:21). It can also be symbolic of an intercessor calling to stand in the gap
for a person, a city or a ministry (Ez 38:7, 1 Tim 5:21).


Intercessor:- Symbolic
of an intercessor with a calling to stand in the gap for a person, a city or a
ministry (Ez 38:7, 1 Tim 5:21).


Demon:- It can indicate
the presence of a demon and is therefore a call to spiritual warfare (Luk
10:19, Mat 13:39).


Religious spirit:- It
can represent a religious spirit who enforces the letter of the law [spiritual death].


POLICE STATION


Safe place:- It can
represent a safe place where you can call or flee to in times of trouble [it can be a church, friend or ministry] (Judg 18:10, Matt
24:13).


POLITICIAN


Representative:- A
politician is someone who represents you or speaks on your behalf. It can
therefore represent a church leader, pastor or your advisor (1 John 2:1).


Corrupt person:- The
image of politicians is people that strive for power, is easily corrupted and
makes use of unfair tactics. It is wise to be cautious when you dream of [or see a vision of] a politician when you are engaged in a
business transaction, or making a decision, as it can be a warning against a
person with ulterior motives (Is 1:4).


POMEGRANATE


Grace:- Can symbolize
grace to the saints of Christ (Song 6:11, Song 7:12).


Beauty:- Show the beauty
of a person or the beauty of the church of Christ (Song 4:13).


God loves you:- It is a
promise that the Lord loves you irrespective of your failings (Song 4:3, Song
6:7).


Agreement:- It can
symbolize an agreement between people or peace and harmony (Song 8:2).


Joy lost:- Can indicate
that the person has lost his joy (Joel 1:12).


Word of God:-
It can refer to the Word of God [Biblical Scriptures]
that is multi-faceted and refreshing when it is broken open [meditated on].


POMEGRANATE TREE


Grace to the saints:-
Can symbolize grace to the saints of Christ (Song 6:11, Song 7:12).


Beauty:- Shows the
beauty of a person or the church of Christ (Song 4:13).


Assurance of God’s
love:- A promise that the Lord loves you irrespective of your failings
(Song 4:3, Song 6:7).


Agreement:- An agreement
between people, peace, harmony (Song 8:2).


Joy lost:- Can indicate
that the person has lost his joy (Joel 1:12).


POMELO [citrus,
grapefruit]


Self-promotion:- It can
represent a person focusing on self-promotion (1 King 7:1).


Backsliding:-
Backsliding, leaven (1 King 11:6).


Bitterness:- A
grapefruit is bitter and has 13 segments. This number can represent bitterness
and rebellion (Gen 17:25).


POOL [reservoir,
dam, pond]


Spirit of Life:-
The water is representative of the Spirit of Life and the fact that it is
contained or dammed up symbolizes it being held in reserve for a special
occasion or a time of need.


Rest and peace:- A quiet
and peaceful resource, showing that you can rest in the peace and provision of
the Lord. Not liable to commotions and disturbances, tranquil and prosperous
(Nah 2:8, Gen 10:10).


Financial resources:- In
a business or workplace sense the water [provision]
can also symbolize financial resources. The pooling of financial resources can
therefore show that funds are being stored for a time of need or to acquire
something special.


Reserves:- Financial
resources or spiritual provision held in reserve for times of spiritual or
financial or physical attack or need (Is 22:9).


Place of teaching:-
Place where the flock [children] of the Lord drink
of the wellspring of salvation, knowledge. His benefits and blessings (Ps
84:6). Gifts of the Spirit (Is 35:7; Is 41:18).


- Crack in pool wall


Fraud:- It can show
irregularities in your business or ministry’s finances. Someone may be involved
in corruption or pilfering the money (2 Kings 12:16).


- Clear blue pool


Healing:- Promise of
healing (John 5:2, 4; John 5:7; John 9:7, 11), or restoration [refreshment and joy] by the Holy Spirit (Is 35:7). Clear,
bright, serene.


Eyes:- It can represent
a person’s eyes (Song 7:4).


Spirit inspired teaching:-
Teaching under influence of [led by] the Holy Spirit
(Acts 4:8).


- Dry pool


Obstructions removed:-
The Lord removes all the impediments standing in your way (Is 42:15).


- Hot pool


Resources available:- In
a business or workplace it can show that it is time to act, the financial
resources have already been provided.


Calling forth:- In a
spiritual sense it can show that you can proclaim and call forth that which you
trust the Lord for (2 Cor 6:2; Neh 2:6; Ecc 3:1).


- Hot water pool


Time to act:- In a
business or workplace sense it can show that it is time to act, the resources
are already provided and that you can act.


Calling forth:- In a
spiritual sense it can show that you can proclaim and call forth that which you
trust the Lord for (2 Cor 6:2, Neh 2:6, Ecc 3:1).


- Muddy pool


Bad investment:- Shows
that your resources [savings] are polluted or
infected in such a way that it may be worthless or unusable (Is 57:20, Jer
38:6).


- Pool full of fish


The saints:- People
flowing in the Spirit.


Provision:- It also
holds the promise of financial provision from the Lord, wealth and riches (Eph
3:20).


- Swimming pool


Provision:- Financial or
spiritual provision of a family.


Family life:- Peaceful
family or church (Nah 2:8, Gen 10:10). The quality of the water in the pool can
be a reflection of the health of the family.


God’s presence:-
Abundant presence of the Lord. The blessings of God (Ps 84:6).


Rest:- Place of rest,
enjoyment and freedom to flow in the movement of the Holy Spirit (Heb 4:11).


Spiritual Equipping:-
It can also represent a place where people are equipped to operate in the gifts
of the Holy Spirit (1 Thes 1:7).


- Swimming pool in a
building


Spiritual insight:- It
can be revelation or insight given by the Holy Spirit in respect of a business
and/or investment (1 Cor 1:7).


POPCORN


Sudden revelations:-
Sudden revelations [like explosions] of the Word by
the Holy Spirit (Eph 1:19)


















PORCH [stoep,
veranda]


New phase revealed:-
Shows that you have arrived at the place where a new opportunity or phase in
your life will be revealed. It symbolizes the end of a season or period or
leaving a current one. It can show a new opportunity in business or ministry [the door of opportunity] (John 10:7, Rev 3:8).


New season:- You are at
a pivotal place or season in your life and can choose to move into a new
dimension. It is a promise that you are at the point where you can enter into
and access something new or a new phase in your life, or the opening up of a
way to leave a current situation (Eph 1:17, Is 7:16).


Opening creative abilities:-
Reflects an opportunity for a person’s creative abilities to be opened up.


Jesus’ way:- Jesus
Christ is also referred to as the way and can thus show that Jesus is showing
you the way and it is a call for you to follow Him (Phil 4:1).


Future revealed:- As a
person can see far into the distance when they stand on a veranda it can
symbolize a place where the future is revealed (Dan 2:19).


Answer to questions:- It
can show that you will receive a prophetic word or Rhema Word, which will
answer many of your questions (Luk 19:4, 2 Sam 2:27, Is 40:5).


Open:- The porch is not
enclosed which points to openness, that which is exposed and revealed1.


PORT [harbour,
wharf, jetty]


Safe place:- A place of
safety against the storms and the attacks of the world (Deut 12:10).


Destination:- Arriving
at your destination or the place where the Lord wants to use you next (Acts
15:4).


Prepare for a journey:-
It can indicate that the Lord is preparing you for a journey or a new phase in
your life.


POST [email
message, sms]


Message from God:-
A message from the Lord which you have patiently been waiting for (1 John 1:5)
[take careful note of where the post comes from as it will
give you a clue as to what the message means].


POSTAGE STAMP [stamp]


Steady growth:-
Confirmation that your message will be spread [or your
ministry will grow] far and wide but in a slow, steady, progressive and
powerful manner (Ps 62:11, Obad 1:1).


POSTBOX


Message from God:-
Shows that you are at the right place to receive the promised message of God
and that you must be patient for it will be forthcoming (Is 62:11, Judg 3:20).


POSTMORTEM


Revealing reason for failure:-
It can be a call to investigate the reasons why the business or ministry has
failed and to prevent you from making similar mistakes in the future (Ecc 7:25).


POST OFFICE


Receiving your call:- It
can represent the place where you receive the revelation of where God will be
sending you. It can also be the place where you receive the promised message
you have been waiting for (Is 62:11, Judg 3:20).


POT [pan,
bowl]


Hard working person:- It
is a vessel which can be used to prepare food, wash things in it, store things
in it and heat water in. It can therefore signify someone who is hard-working
and willing to bring the Word of God to different people in different ways so
that they can grasp its meaning (Ps 60:8, Jer 35:5, Prov 27:3).


- Old or black pot


In a rut:- An old pot [or burned black] shows that the person has fallen into a
rut and is not open to change or renewal (Lev 6:28).


- Boiling pot


Purification:- It can
symbolize purification [sanctification] (Prov 17:3,
Prov 27:21) and can also point to a burden for something or someone which is
boiling inside of you (Ps 81:6).


Heated argument:- It can
point to anger or a heated argument which is being brought to the point of
resolution or even to violence (Job 41:20).


National sin disclosed:-
It can also represent evil as a result of national sin which is about to break
forth and disclose itself (Jer 1:13).


- Broken pot


Disliked:- It refers to
someone who is disliked, in whom the Lord does not take pleasure and who is not
acceptable (Jer 22:27).


Blessings withdrawn:- It
is a caution that if you do not change your ways, the Lord will withdraw His
blessings and you will not prosper (Jer 22:30).


POTATO


Good return:- It can
show that you can expect an abundant return. To expect something good and to
receive the blessing of God onto your life. To be fed with the Word. To understand
what God is telling you (Mark 4:3, Luk 8:5).


- Digging up potatoes


Expect success:- To have
an expectation of success (Joel 3:13; Rom 8:19).


- Eating potatoes


Favour:- To receive
favour [to be favoured] (Act 7:46).


- Rotten potatoes


Poor return:- To expect
a poor result on your efforts. It can also point to deception in the workplace.


POTTER


Formed by God:-
A reminder that the Lord is constantly forming, leading and guiding you (Is
64:8).


POWDER


Not strong:- It
generally refers to something that is reduced to fine particles and can
therefore point to an issue, or something of substance, that is reduced to
almost nothing. On the one hand it can point to a major obstacle that will not
stand before you, but can be a caution that that which you trust or rely on
will not be your strength and that you must trust in the Lord (Ez 21:7).


POWER [electricity]


Healing Spirit:-
The healing presence and power of the Holy Spirit is sometimes experienced as
electricity flowing through the body (1 Cor 4:20).


Witchcraft:- Can
represent the power of darkness, witchcraft, anger and control (Luke 11:34).


POWER LINES [cables]


Channel for the Holy
Spirit:- As electricity
can be associated with the power of the Holy Spirit, an electrical outlet or
power lines can show that the Lord wants to use you as a channel for His Holy
Spirit to deliver, heal or prophecy (Luk 1:35, Mark 9:39, Luk 1:17).


- Unplugged power line


Own power:- If the power
line is unplugged it can be a caution that you are trying to do things out of
own power and is not relying on the Lord to deliver you (2 Cor 4:7).


PRAYING


Spirit revived:- It can
show that your spirit is being revived by the Lord (Judg 15:19).


Confessing sin:- Someone
honestly confessing his sin before the Lord (Dan 9:20, Mark 11:25).


Faith:- Trusting the
Lord for what is asked (Mark 11:24).


Longing for God’s
presence:- It can also show that the person has a deep longing to be in
the presence of the Lord (Col 1:3, Col 4:3). Your spirit crying out to the
Lord.


PRAYING HANDS


Spirit of poverty:- In
some instances images of two praying hands have been cursed to carry a spirit
of poverty and can thus be associated with the presence of a spirit of poverty
(Prov 6:11, Prov 24:34, Jer 5:4).


Sexual sin:- If the
hands are held against each other with fingers and palms touching but with an
opening between the hands, it can symbolize the Yoni [or
female genitals] as used in the occult [for sexual
sin].


Earnest prayer:- If a
person is on his knees with hands folded in prayer, it can symbolise a person
that is earnestly praying for divine guidance (Act 12:5).


PRAYING MANTIS


Forefather worship:- It
can represent the presence of iniquities or a belief in the forefathers’ gods [idolatry and false gods] (Ez 16:29, Col 3:5).


Ruthless person:- It can
also point to a ruthless person who will stop at nothing to achieve his goals
(Gal 5:15).


PREACHER


Messenger of God:-
A preacher represents a messenger of God bringing you divine revelations from
the Lord (Jer 3:15, 2 Cor 11:13). It can also represent an angel of God.


PRECIPICE [cliff]


Risky:- It can be a
warning that the enterprise that you want to embark on at this given time is
very risky and you run the risk of losing everything you have.


Life in danger:- It can
also show that your life is in danger and that you must look for a safer place
to go to (1 Chron 11:19).


PRECIOUS STONE [stone]


Preciousness:- Something
or someone precious (Ex 28:9-21, Ex 39:6-14).


Free-will offerings:-
Voluntary offerings (Ex 35:27).


Authority:- Authority (2
Sam 12:30, 1 Chron 20:2).


Blessed:- To be blessed
(Is 54:11, 12).


PREGNANT


New phase:- It can show
that the person is expecting something new to be established, be it a new
business, ministry or a new phase in their life (1 John 5:4, Luk 1:14, Is
66:9).


A baby:- In the natural
it can show that the person will have a baby (Heb 11:11).


Evil thoughts:- It can
indicate harbouring evil or sinful thoughts which can birth unrighteous fruits
(Job 15:35, 2 Pet 2:12, Zeph 2:2, Is 26:18, Zech 13:3, Hos 9:11).


PRESIDENT [king,
ruler]


The Lord:-
It can be a representative of Jesus Christ, the King of kings, (Rev 19:14, 16).
The Lord God Almighty (Rev 15:3).


Intellectual superiority:-
It can point to someone with intellectual superiority.


Senior person:- In business
it can point to someone in a very senior position [CEO]
or the owner of the business (Gen 14:18).


Elder:- It can also
refer to an elder, or the head of a ministry or congregation (Gen 14:18).


Counsellor:- The
traditional idea of a president [king] was a
counsellor, consultant or a judge and can therefore refer to a calling as a
counsellor or consultant (Is 48:28, Mic 4:9, Is 9:8).


Responsibility to rule:-
It can be a warning to remember your responsibility to rule over your own
household.


Building the Kingdom:-
The role of president in the establishment of the Kingdom of God is to finance
the building of the Kingdom.


Provider:- A vision or
dream of a president [especially if you see yourself as the
president] can point to a call to be a provider of finances for the work
of the Kingdom (1 Tim 5:8).


Control:- Someone who
exercises unchecked control over people who subject themselves to him, or an
evil and destructive ruler (Rev 9:11, Gen 10:8-10).


PRICKLY PEAR


Caution to be careful:-
This can be a warning that the enterprise upon which you are embarking must be
handled with care. If you deal with it carelessly it will cause you great
discomfort [thorns in your hands] but if you deal
with it carefully, the fruit will be greatly satisfying (Is 32:15, Col 1:10).


PRIEST


Officiating:- Represents
someone who officiates in sacred or religious rites [such
as performing sacrifices] (Ex 29:9, Num 18:7, Ex 40:13).


Head:- It can represent
the head of a household (Gen 8:20, Gen 12:8, Gen 35:7).


Preacher:- A call to a
preaching ministry [to bless the children of God]
(Num 6:23-27, Deut 33:8, Mal 2:7).


Intercessor:- It can
also show that the person is interceding for his family (Ex 19:6).


PRIMARY SCHOOL


Basic preparation:- The
Lord is calling you to receive the basic skills or basic principles of the Word
of God in order to be well prepared for your calling [it
can be for ministry, business, marriage or career] (Nah 2:3, Eph 6:15).


PRINCIPAL


Authority:- Someone with
authority who commands and instructs (Prov 1:8, Gen 50:16, Prov 6:20).


Encourager:- One who
guides, encourages, warns and trains, who occupies a position of counsel and
care.


Teacher:- A teacher (Gen
45:8, Judg 17:100, Jer 3:4, 1 Thes 2:11, Hos 11:3).


Rebuker:- One who
rebukes and restrains (Gen 34:30, 1 Sam 3:13, Deut 8:5).


Considerate:- Someone
considerate of burdens or sins that his children is carrying (Mal 3:17).


Jesus’ care:- It can
represent a reminder of Jesus’ comfort and care for His children, or indicate a
calling to a pastoral ministry (Ps 23:1).


PRISON [jail]


Trapped:- It is a cry to
the Lord to free the soul of someone trapped in iniquity (Ps 142:7).


Bondage to sin:- A
person who is held in bondage [darkness] by sin and
iniquity (Is 61:1, Is 42:7).


Judgment:- A symbol of
judgment and condemnation [or addiction] (Is 24:22).


Addiction:- It can
represent addiction [to alcohol, sex or drugs].


PRISONERS [jailbird]


Persecuted:- Can be a
warning that you will be persecuted for your faith (Heb 2:15).


Prison ministry:- It may
also indicate a call to a prison ministry (Mat 25:35).


Bondage:- People who are
trapped in iniquity and held in bondage [darkness]
by sin and iniquity (Is 61:1, Is 42:7, Ps 142:7).


PROSECUTOR


Accuser:- It can be the
representation of the spirit of darkness [satan]
that comes to accuse the children of the Lord (Rev 12:10).


PROSTITUTE [harlot,
whore]


Sexual immorality:- It
can point to sexual immorality which has to be dealt with (Mat 5:32, Mat 19:9,
Amo 7:17). Involvement in immoral activities and idolatry. Given to a worldly
lifestyle just for own personal gain. (Rev 17:5, Gen 38, Is 23:16)


Spiritual prostitution:-
A warning against the prostitution of your faith by submitting to the false
church [queen of heaven] (Rev 17:1). A warning
against the seduction of the world and a worldly lifestyle (Prov 6:24, Prov
7:10, Prov 29:3, Is 23:16, Jer 3:3, Jer 5:7, Ez 16:25, Deut 23:17).


Idolatry:- Can indicate
involvement in idolatry [submitting their faith to strange
teachings or idol worship], unfaithfulness and disobedience to God (Jer
3:1-3 Amp).


PUB [alcohol,
bar, liquor store]


Impairing judgment:- A
place where alcohol [impairs good judgment] is
served (Rev 18:3). It can therefore refer to people or circumstances that have
a negative influence over you.


PUDDING [desert]


Offering:- An offering
to God (Ex 29:2, Lev 2:4, Lev 24:5).


Prophetic word:- Prophetic
word [encouragement, building up or guidance] (1
King 14:3, Jos 9:5, 12).


Promise:- It contains
the promise of a new creation that is fruitful, rich and wonderful (Gen 1:28).


PUMPKIN


Paganism:- Pumpkins are
used in Halloween festivals which represent paganism, witchcraft and to trick
someone to provide for the evil one (2 Chron 33:6, 1 Sam 15:23, Ps 21:11).


PUKING


Deliverance:- To be
delivered from a demon, bondage or stronghold (Luk 9:42).


Inner cleansing:- To be
relieved from that which is in you that is filthy and vile. Inner cleansing
(Luk 4:35).


PUPPY


New friendship:- It can
refer to someone with the potential of becoming a loyal friend (John 15:14,
15). It can also refer to someone that is satisfied with the least, or who is
very humble (Mat 15:27, Mar 7:28, John 6:12).


Potential unnatural lusts:-
Can refer to a person that is being tempted by unnatural lusts of the body
(Deut 23:17, 18).


PURPLE


Royalty:- Purple is a
royal colour which represents the heavenly [blue]
appointment to an earthly [red] position [a managerial position] (Ez 23:6).


Forgiveness:- It also
symbolizes forgiveness through the Cross which shows that the person’s sins are
forgiven and his relationship with God has been fully restored (Mark 15:17,
John 19:2).


Mimicking royalty:- It
can show that someone without the required background and basis is attempting
to mimic or ape a position of royalty and/or authority (Gen 49:15, Rev 17).


Fraud:- In business it
can be a warning that the person does not have the money he claims to have.


PURSE [wallet]


God our provider:- God
our provider (Hag 2.8).


Riches:- The promise of
earthly riches (Job 3:15, Job 22:24, Is 2:7, Mat 10:9, Act 3:6, Act 20:33, Rev
18:12), or also spiritual riches accumulated in heaven (Mat 6:19, Act 17:29, 1
Pet 1:7, 18, 1 Pet 3:3, Jam 5:3).


Treasure:- It can refer
to something of value [a treasure] such as your
values, character and identity1.


Worldly riches:- The
deception of the greed and riches of the world (Job 3:15, Job 22:24, Is 2:7,
Mat 10:9, Act 3:6, Act 20:33, Rev 18:12).


Counterfeit provision:-
Can also refer to counterfeit provision.


- Empty purse


Poverty:- An empty purse
can point to the presence of a spirit of poverty [spiritually
bankrupt].


- Purse full of money


Spiritual blessings:-
Shows that the person is richly blessed with spiritual and natural blessings [prosperous].


PYJAMAS [sleepwear,
gown]


Prepared for revelations:-
Shows that you are prepared to rest in the Lord. To be relaxed in His presence.
Prepared to receive heavenly revelations [dreams and
visions] from the Lord (Num 12:6).


Unprepared:- Not
prepared for the battle [not dressed in spiritual armour]
(Eph 6.


PYTHON [monster,
serpent]


Unpredictable:- Can also
represent a person with unpredictable and deceptive manners in all the areas of
his life.


Divination:- Someone
with a spirit of divination (Act 16:16, Ez 12:24).


Suffocating person:- or
an overpowering and suffocating personality.


Stifling the work of the Holy
Spirit:- A person or
circumstances, squeezing out the working of the Holy Spirit and/or stifling new
initiatives (Acts 16:6, Hos 4:12, Jer 51:34).
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QUAIL


Easy target:- It points
to someone who is an easy target, or who feels continuously pursued [runs away senselessly, without a plan] by attackers, and
is feeling fatigued and vulnerable [can be knocked down at
ease by the enemy] (1 Sam 26:20).


Foolish person:- It can
also refer to a foolish person who does not care well for that which is
valuable (Jer 17:11).


QUEEN


Jesus’ representative:-
Symbolizes a representative of Jesus Christ, the King of kings, (Rev 19:14,
16). The Lord God Almighty (Rev 15:3).


Ruling household:- It
can be warning to remember your responsibility of ruling over your own
household.


Intelligence:- Someone
with a superior intellect.


Senior person:- In
business it can point to someone in a very senior position [CEO] or the owner of the business (Gen 14:18).


Elder:- It can also
refer to an elder, head of a ministry or congregation (Gen 14:18).


Counsellor:- A calling
to be a counsellor, consultant or a judge (Is 48:28, Mic 4:9, Is 9:8).


Kingdom support:- A
vision or dream of a queen [especially if you yourself are
the queen] can point to a call to be a provider of service, support or
finances for the work of the Kingdom (1 Tim 5:8).


Jezebel:- It can point
to the presence of the queen of heaven [Freemasonry]
or the spirit of Jezebel (1 King 10:1).


QUEUE


Waiting:- Shows that you
have been waiting long for the revelation and/or provision to be revealed (Prov
8:34, Luk 2:25).


Held up:- It can also
point to frustration to be held up. It can be an emotional dream that expresses
your feelings of frustration for not achieving (Jam 5:4, Hab 1:2).


QUICKSAND


Hidden enemy:- Can point
to a hidden and overwhelming enemy (Josh 11:4, 1 Sam 13:5).


Foolish:- Descriptive of
foolish words [foolish planning or plans based on a poor
foundation] (Mat 7:26, Prov 27:3).


QUICKSILVER [mercury]


Earnest:- Spirit of
supplication [humble and earnest prayer, petition, earnest
request] (1 King 8:54, Zech 12:10).


Eloquence:- Can point to
a person who is eloquent and very good at doing business (Act 14:12).


Flexibility:- It can
also refer to quicksilver, a metal which is remarkable for its fusibility [convertible from a solid to a fluid state by heat].


Healing:- Preparation
for the healing that you have prayed for (Prov 3:8, Jer 33:6).


Warning:- It can be a
warning that the person or situation is not positive [poisonous]
and that you should steer away from them/it (Deut 32:33, Ps 140:3).


QUILT


Special covering:- A
special covering under which you rest [sleep and dream]
and which provides warmth, comfort and protection.


Prophetic revelations:-
It therefore symbolizes the covering, protection and anointing of the Holy
Spirit. It can also point to prophetic revelations contained in dreams (Ex
22:27, Heb 1:12).


QUIVER


Sons:- Can symbolize
your family [sons] or a home for your sons (Ps
127:5, Lam 3:13).
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RABBIT [hare]


Quick return:- A
righteous person who will experience a quick return of the fruit of
righteousness (2 Cor 9:10, Ez 36:11).


Abounding love:- Can
indicate abounding love of one person for another (1 Thes 3:12).


Quickness:- It is
associated with speed and quick reactions and can indicate that the person is
quick to react to what happens around him (Ezra 5:8, Ecc 9:11).


Frightened:- Can point
to someone who is fearful, fainthearted and easily frightened, or somebody who
is not ready to go into full-time ministry (Deut 20:8, Judg 7:3, Prov 20:21).


RACE


Not holding back:- It
shows that the Lord is calling you to do whatever you are called for
wholeheartedly and with enthusiasm, not holding anything back (1 Cor 9:24).


RACEHORSE


Formidable competitor:-
Something or someone formidable, powerful and competitive (Jer 4:13, Zech
12:4).


Strong enemy:- A strong
force or enemy coming against you (Zech 12:7).


Controlled:- A person
who is controlled [at the bit or reigns like a horse]
(Jam 3:3).


RADIO


Message:- Carefully take
note of what is being said on the radio as it will hold the clue to the message
the Lord is giving you. Like a radio that can receive a transmission at all
times, it is also a revelation from the Lord that you must be like a radio that
is always switched on, always receiving and transmitting [proclaiming]
the Word of God.


Announcement:- It can be
a warning of a special event or message [Gospel or
prophetic word] for yourself or another person (Judg 3:20, Is 62:11, Hag
1:3, 1 John 1:5).


Warning:- Warning of a
negative event which is to come (Is 28:19).


RADIO TOWER


Gospel broadcaster:- It
can represent someone who proclaims [broadcasts] the
Word of God to the nations [to a broad audience, not only
locally] (Rev 9:13).


RAFT


Saved:- A raft can mean
a promise that you will be saved from the precarious situation in which you are
right now, and that you do not have to fear (Act 23:27, Ps 144:7, Ex 6:6).


Feeling lost:- Can
symbolize feeling lost and unable to influence or change current circumstances
[feeling hopeless, lost and vulnerable] (1 Cor
15:18, Luk 19:10, Acts 27:44).


RAGS


Mourning:- It shows
mourning or being desperate (Jer 12:13).


Spirit of poverty:- It
can also show the presence of a spirit of poverty which is causing financial,
emotional or physical lack (Is 64:6, Prov 24:34).


RAILING [bannister]


God’s protection:- It
can be a promise of the Lord’s protection in a risky/dangerous situation (2
Thes 3:3).


Caution to be careful:-
Can be a warning for you to be careful as you may get into or be in a risky or
threatening situation (Is 8:7, Jer 42:19).


RAILWAY TRACKS


Established path:- The
immovable rail tracks can indicate that the Lord has already established the
path which you will follow and that you can just relax and focus on Him (Acts
2:42, Ez 37:10, 2 Thes 2:15).


Religious mind-set:- Can
represent a person set in his ways and who does not change easily, therefore it
can indicate having a religious mind-set [legalism]
which he does not wish to let go of (Heb 10:1, 1 Tim 1:7).


RAIN


Refreshment:- Outpouring
of the refreshment, love and blessings of the Lord over His children in order
to bring revival and growth to His church.


Sustenance:- Yahweh is
your provision and provides the sustenance which brings growth to the seed you
have planted (Zech 10:1, Is 55:10).


Blessing:- Can represent
God’s blessing and provision. Grace of God (Deut 11:13-14, Job 37:6, Jer 5:24,
Jer 14:22). A conditional blessing (Lev 26:3-4, Deut 11:13-14).


Holy Spirit:-
Influences and power of the Holy Spirit. Free grace or gifts which refreshes,
revives, makes fruitful and is given in abundance (Is 30:23, Ps 71:6).


Word of God:-
Word of God poured out to bring spiritual or natural growth to His children
(Zech 10:1, Is 55:10).


Revival:- Reviving the
dry, parched land or heart (Deut 32:2).


- Not raining , rain held
back


Straying:- God’s warning
that you are straying [spiritual drought].


Deserted:- Can show
someone in a spiritual desert or who feels deserted [disappointed]
by God.


Punishment:- Also points
to the punishment or judgment of God for involvement in idolatry (Jam 5:17-18).


- Overflowing rain [flood]


Invasion:- An invasion
coming against you. Warning that you may be conquered or defeated (1 King
8:46).


- Raining fire brimstone,
hail [hail]


God’s judgment:- Burnt
up, barren. A sign of God’s destruction on sinful works (Luk 17:29, Gen 19:24,
Luk 17:29).


- Raincoat


Resisting the Holy
Spirit:- As the raincoat
repel water [a symbol of the Holy Spirit], it
symbolizes a person who does not receive, or is resisting, the Holy Spirit.


Not appreciative:- It
can also represent someone who does not appreciate what they are receiving (Job
27:14, Prov 27:20).


RAINBOW [see
also colours]


Suffering is over:- Sign
that your time of purification or suffering is over.


Not destroyed:- Promise
that you will not be utterly destroyed (Gen 9:8-16, Ez 1:28).


Completion:- The seven
colours of the rainbow symbolize completion, perfect form and covenant. It is a
reminder that you are perfect through Christ’s perfection and that the Lord
remembers His covenant with you.


Promise:- You will not
be destroyed.


Righteousness:-
Righteousness, filled with blessings and promises.


- Encircled by rainbow


Approaching God:-
Being encircled by the rainbow, God may be approached as a covenant God, as the
God of all grace, seated on a throne of grace (Rev 4:3, Rev 10:1, Ez 1:28).


Glory of God:-
Reveals the glory and perfection of God [7 colours].
Purple, indigo and blue represent the heavenly portion of the covenant which is
inseperately linked to the top 3 colours yellow, orange and red which represent
the earthly part of the covenant with the 7th colour, green [fruitfulness], binding it together.


Implement your calling:-
You are reminded that you are a heavenly being with an earthly task and that
you should implement your calling (2 Pet 1:10).


Covenant of grace:-
Signifies the Divine covenant of grace (Gen 9:12).


Peace covenant:- An
emblem of peace and reconciliation between God and man. A covenant of peace.
Symbol of security and salvation (Gen 9:12, 15, 16).


- Rainbow with 6 colours


False promise:- It can
be a warning of a false promise [the New Age Movement’s
rainbow has 6 colours, representing the spirit of man].


RAINCOAT


Resisting the Holy
Spirit:- As the raincoat
repel water [a symbol of the Holy Spirit], it
symbolizes a person who does not receive, or is resisting, the Holy Spirit.


Not appreciative:- It
can also represent someone who does not appreciate what they are receiving (Job
27:14, Prov 27:20).


RAISINS


Refreshment:- Represents
refreshment and the provision of God (Hos 9:10, 1 Sam 25:18, 1 Sam 30:12, 2 Sam
16:1, 1 Chron 12:40).


Reward:- It can show
that the person will receive the fruit [reward] of
his hard work (Luk 6:44, Amos 9:13). Fruitfulness (Song 7:7).


Forgiveness:-
Forgiveness of sins (Judges 9:13, Matt 7:16, 2 Cor 1:20).


RAKE [garden
tool]


Level out:- A rake is
used to level [sort out inconsistencies] in a garden
bed [ministry, business or spiritual life] and can
therefore indicate a calling to a pastoral, coaching, mentoring or discipling
role in the Body of Christ.


Sort out inconsistencies:-
It can show that the person still has to sort out inconsistencies in his
relationship with the Lord before his work will bear fruit (Mat 22:16, Mat
9:14, Luk 14:27, 33).


Final arrangements:- Can
also symbolize the final arrangements and preparations before a relationship is
formalized, or a ministry or business is initiated (Ps 65:9, Ps 132:17).


RAM


Sacrificed:- To be
sacrificed in someone’s place (Gen 22:13).


Elevated:- Can also mean
elevated, sublime.


Drive forth:- To thrust
or drive with violence, to force your way in [as in
battering ram].


RAMP


Access:- To be given
access to revelations or to move from one level of revelation to a higher level
(Gen 28:12, John 1:51).


Spiritual promotion:- If
you are ascending or moving up the ramp it shows that the Lord is promoting you
to higher levels of spiritual maturity in the spiritual realm [gifts of the Holy Spirit] (2 King 2:14, 1 Peter 2:5, Gen
28:12).


RAPE


To defile:- To defile,
to humble, to afflict, to humiliate, to abuse a position of authority (Gen
34:2, 13, 2 Sam 13:12-15). Disrespectful of another’s own choices1.


Demonic attack:- Demonic
attack and ruin of a soul, demonic assault [murderous
spirit] (Judg 20:5, Deut 22:25-26).


RAPIDS


Spiritual move:- Great
and powerful movement of the Holy Spirit (Mat 24:39).


Revival:- This can
represent a powerful move of the Holy Spirit. Shows a time of revival where
religious blockages, doctrines and traditions are removed (Ps 90:5, Gen 6:13,
17).


Destroying force:- It
can be a caution of judgment or a conquering, destroying force (Is 28:2, Ps
18:4, 2 Sam 22:5).


RASPBERRY


Optimism:- Represents
feelings of excitement and optimism (Ez 16:15).


Determined:- Associated
with enthusiasm, courage and determination (Josh 1:7, 2 Chron 32:7).


Equipped:- Descriptive
of a person whose work is supported by the required authority to do what is
required (2 King 1:8, Mat 3:4, Num 31:20, Heb 11:37).


Abundance:- Symbolic of
something that is available in abundance with the promise that you will be
blessed in abundance (1 Tim 4:8, Joel 3:18, Tit 3:8).


Honesty:- Points to
honesty and honourable person (1 Pet 2:2, Phil 1:10).


RATS [mouse]


Uncleanness:- It can be
a warning against uncleanness and deception (Lev 11:29).


Nervous person:- Refer
to a nervous, easily disturbed and offended person.


Destroying of fruit:-
Someone wicked destroying fruit of the land and body (1 Sam 6:4).


Plague:- Warning of a
plague (Lev 26:21).


Suspicion:- To be
suspicious, or on the watch for suspicion.


Tumour:- Symbolizes a
tumour, boil (1 Sam 6:4-18).


Abomination:- Points to
the presence of an abomination (Is 66:17).


RATTLE SNAKE


Demonic presence:-
Warning of the presence of satan and his demons.


Seduction:- Seduction or
seducer (Luke 10:19), a deceiving temptation (Gen 3:1).


RAVEN [crow]


Promise of provision:-
It is a promise from God that if you go where He sends you, and if you are
where you have been called to, He will provide for you in abundance (1 Kings
17:2-4, Luke 12:24).


Untrustworthy person:- A
crow is a scavenger and a thief. It likes shiny things and hoards stolen goods
and can represent an evil, sly and untrustworthy person who is attracted to
worldly goods and pleasures. Such a person would often prey on naïve people to
deceive them and steal from them. He lives an empty and negative lifestyle [many times it is a person affected by a spirit of rejection]
(Is 34:1, 11, Ps 147:9).


RAZOR


Away with unfaithful:-
Can also show the hand of God that sweeps away the authority of the unfaithful
(Is 7:20).


Healing:- It can signify
the end of a disease or sickness. Someone who was healed and is now ready to
resume normal life (Lev 14:9, Lev 21:5).


REAP [harvest]


Return on investment:-
It is time to receive the return on your investment and to harvest what you
have sown (Mat 13:30, Job 4:8).


REBELLION


Witchcraft:- Divination,
witchcraft, stubbornness (1 Sam 15:23).


RECIPE


The Word:-
It can show that you are referred back to the Word of God [the
Gospel] (1Joh 2:5, 1 Joh 1:1).


REED [calamus,
bamboo]


True and direct:-
Uprightness, right in God’s sight, true and direct course (Ex 15:26, Is 26:7,
John 5:30, John 14:9).


Flexible:- Something or
someone that is not very strong and will bend easily under pressure (Deut
20:8).


REEF


Safe place:- A place to
hide and feel secure (Ps 31:2, Ps 18:2). The Hebrew for “mighty God” is Rock
(Hab 1:12, Deut 32:4, 2 Sam 22:34).


Stubborn resistance:-
Can also be seen as a sign of most stubborn resistance [such
as a person who is resisting the revelations and the Word of the Lord]
Jer 23:29).


Landmark:- It can
symbolize a landmark, place or person of significance [magnificent]
(Mark 13:1, 1 Sam 6:18).


REFRIGERATOR [freezer]


Preserved:- To be
preserved [protected against] trouble (Ps 32:7, Prov
25:13).


Cold hearted:- Can
indicate iniquities (Mat 24:12), or someone who does not believe in God [cold heart] (Rev 3:15). A cold-hearted person who has
difficulty in giving love and affection because they did not receive it from
their parents (Matt 12:35).


REHOBOTH


Fruitfulness:- It
represents fruitfulness [fruit] (Gen 1:22, Ez 19:10,
Ps 128:3).


Prosperity:- It refers
to freedom and prosperity. Freedom to live in the land, and to be prosperous
there (Gen 26:22-23).


Growth:- It can also
represent spiritual growth or natural expansion (Mic 4:13).


REIGNS


Prepared:- Armed, girded
and prepared for spiritual warfare, or for the task at hand (1 Sam 6:7, 10, Jer
46:4).


RELOCATING [moving]


Moving:- You can expect
your ministry, business or family to be relocated [to
another geographical area or spiritual level] (Deut 1:7, Num 1:51, Num
9:22, Job 37:12, Ez 12:2-3).


RESCUE [ladder]


God will make a way:-
You can relax and trust the Lord as He will make a way out of a very difficult
situation (Ps 138:7, Prov 20:22, Is 35:4).


RESERVOIR [dam,
pool]


Spirit of Life:-
The water is representative of the Spirit of Life and the fact that it is
contained/dammed up symbolizes it being held in reserve for a special occasion
or a time of need.


Rest and peace:- A quiet
and peaceful resource, showing that you can rest in the peace and provision of
the Lord. Not liable to commotions and disturbances, tranquil and prosperous
(Nah 2:8, Gen 10:10).


Financial resources:- In
a business or workplace sense the water [provision]
can also symbolize financial resources. The pooling of financial resources can
therefore show that funds are being stored for a time of need or to acquire
something special.


Reserves:- Financial
resources or spiritual provision held in reserve for times of spiritual or
financial or physical attack or need (Is 22:9).


Place of teaching:-
Place where the flock [children] of the Lord drink
of the wellspring of salvation, knowledge. His benefits and blessings (Ps
84:6). Gifts of the Spirit (Is 35:7; Is 41:18).


- Crack in reservoir wall


Fraud:- It can show
irregularities in your business or ministry’s finances. Someone may be involved
in corruption or pilfering the money (2 Kings 12:16).


- Clear blue reservoir


Healing:- Promise of
healing (John 5:2, 4; John 5:7; John 9:7, 11), or restoration [refreshment and joy] by the Holy Spirit (Is 35:7). Clear,
bright, serene.


Eyes:- It can represent
a person’s eyes (Song 7:4).


Spirit inspired teaching:-
Teaching under influence of [led by] the Holy Spirit
(Acts 4:8).


- Dry reservoir


Obstructions removed:-
The Lord removes all the impediments standing in your way (Is 42:15).


- Hot reservoir


Resources available:- In
a business or workplace it can show that it is time to act, the financial
resources have already been provided.


Calling forth:- In a
spiritual sense it can show that you can proclaim and call forth that which you
are trusting the Lord for (2 Cor 6:2; Neh 2:6; Ecc 3:1).


- Hot Water Reservoir


Time to act:- In a
business/workplace sense it can show that it is time to act, the resources are
already provided and that you can act.


Calling forth:- In a
spiritual sense it can show that you can proclaim and call forth that which you
are trusting the Lord for (2 Cor 6:2, Neh 2:6, Ecc 3:1).


- Muddy reservoir


Bad investment:- Shows
that your resources [savings] are polluted or
infected in such a way that it may be worthless or unusable (Is 57:20, Jer
38:6).


- Reservoir full of fish


The saints:- People
flowing in the Spirit.


Provision:- It also
holds the promise of financial provision from the Lord, wealth and riches (Eph
3:20).


- Swimming pool


Provision:- Financial or
spiritual provision of a family.


Family life:- Peaceful
family or church (Nah 2:8, Gen 10:10). The quality of the water in the pool can
be a reflection of the health of the family.


God’s presence:-
Abundant presence of the Lord. The blessings of God (Ps 84:6).


Rest:- Place of rest,
enjoyment and freedom to flow in the movement of the Holy Spirit.


Spiritual Equipping:-
It can also represent a place where people are equipped to operate in the gifts
of the Holy Spirit.


- Swimming pool in a
building


Spiritual insight:- It
can be revelation or insight given by the Holy Spirit in respect of a business
and/or investment.


RESORT [holiday]


Restoration:- It is a
call to make time to go to a place of rest and restoration where inner [emotional and spiritual] healing can take place through
the ministry of the Holy Spirit (Is 61:1-3, Ps 69:4).


- Mountain resort


Place of rest:- A place
or position of rest and restoration. To rest in the Lord and to refrain from
trying to do things in your own power (Ps 37:7, Ps 91:1, Is 14:3).


REST [Sabbath]


Time of rest:-
Represents no work and a time of rest (Gen 2:2-3) of listening to, or teaching,
the Word of God (Act 13:14, Luk 13:10).


Unburdened:- To be
without a burden (Jer 17:21-23).


RESTAURANT [cafeteria]


Teaching the Word:-
A place where the Word of God is served to people. Normally it is not the local
church or ministry but in another location (Ps 112:5-10, Matt 25:35, John
13:29).


RESTROOM


Inner cleansing:- Place
or ministry where you can be cleansed, healed from sin and receive restoration
by the blood of Jesus (Is 1:16, 2 Sam 16:3).


REVOLVER [pistol]


Words:- This usually
means Words. The more powerful the pistol the stronger the words. The mouth or
words of the righteous (Is 49:2). The Word of the Lord’s deliverance, words of
direction.


Wrath:- In scripture,
the bullets [Word] of God are the apprehensions of
his wrath. It pierces the conscience and pains the receiver (Job 6:4, Ps 38:2).


God’s judgment:-
Figuratively speaking bullets represent the judgment of God against His enemies
(2 Sam 22:15, Deut 32:23, Ps 18:14, Zech 9:14).


Criticism:- Revolvers
and bullets [in the place of the biblical bow and arrow]
signify an attack in the form of criticism, insults, witchcraft and accusing
words with the intention to destroy or hurt (Is 54:7). Accusing, fault-finding,
bitterness, criticism, rebellious words, malicious purposes, evil intent
against the righteous (Ps 11:2, Ps 64:3).


Enemy attack:- Enemy’s
destruction and attacks (Num 24:8).


Lies:- Lies and deceit
(Jer 9:8).


RHINOCEROS


Defend territory:- A
strong person who will fiercely and persistently defend the Lord’s interests [territory] (Act 19:33, Judg 10:1). Someone who is fiercely
protective of his own (Dan 2:12).


Thick-skinned:- Can
indicate the presence of a religious spirit, or represent someone whose opinion
is not easily swayed by any influence or pressure from others [thick-skinned] (Ez 12:2, Ez 3:9).


Short-sighted:- The
rhino’s poor eyesight [short-sighted] can indicate
that the person does not have a clear vision of the future and would charge
after other people’s visions without regarding the consequences or any thought
for his own safety (Heb 5:8-12, 2 Pet 1:9).


Easily angered:- Can
point to a person that is easily angered.


RIBBON


Positive expectation:-
Descriptive of someone that expects something positive (Heb 10:1).


Identity:- It can point
to the identity of a person [that he can identify with].
The colours of the flag can point to the aspect of the person’s identity God is
giving you.


Worship:- It can be
symbolic of worship or a celebration of worship by wearing the ribbon in honour
of God (Rev 15:4, Heb 1:6).


Blessings:- Ribbons can
point to a gift or blessings. The colour of the ribbon can reveal the meaning
of that particular ribbon. You can expect a blessing that will exceed your
greatest expectations28.


Step of faith:- It can
also mean that you need to take a step of faith to receive your blessing, like
opening something in order to know what is inside. You must therefore have an
expectation to receive.


Event:- It can refer to
a specific event that will take place.


Victory:- It can also
point to the celebration of a victory [in the spiritual or
the natural].


RICE [noodles]


Spiritual food:- can
refer to spiritual food or the Word of God. Can also point to the eating [digesting] the Word of God. Spiritual nourishment (1 Pet
2:2).


RIFLE [guns]


Righteous words:- The
mouth or words of the righteous (Is 49:2). The Word of the Lord’s deliverance.
Words of direction. In Scripture, the bullets or arrows [words]
of God are the apprehensions of His wrath. It pierces the conscience and pains
the receiver (Job 6:4, Ps 38:2).


Judgment of God:-
Figuratively speaking a rifle represents the judgment of God against His
enemies (2 Sam 22:15, Deut 32:23, Ps 18:14, Zech 9:14).


Slanderous words:-
Slanderous, fault-finding, rebellious words and malicious purposes of people
with evil intent against the righteous (Ps 11:2).


Accusations:- Words of
accusation, bitterness and criticism (Ps 64:3).


Enemy attack:- Enemy’s
destruction and attacks (Num 24:8).


Lies:- Lies and deceit (Jer
9:8).


- Broken rifle


Righteous person ignored:-
The rifle speaks of the instrument which brings forth [bullets]
words aimed at another. If it is broken it shows that the words of a righteous
person, or of encouragement and guidance, are not being heard, or is ignored.


Ineffective way of teaching:-
The way in which the message is conveyed is proving ineffective and this brings
a caution that you should find another way to convey it.


- Large calibre rifle


God’s judgment:-
Figuratively speaking a rifle represents the judgment of God against His
enemies (2 Sam 22:15, Deut 32:23, Ps 18:14, Zech 9:14).


Word of judgment:- A
large rifle can therefore point to an important or strong word of judgment
which comes from the Lord or His prophet.


Sufficiently armed:- It
can show that the weapons of your warfare are sufficient to resist the enemy [you are sufficiently equipped] (James 4:7, Job 39:21).


- Rifle pointing to the
right


Prepared for warfare:-
This shows being prepared to direct warfare [whether it is
an attack, judgment or criticism] away from God, self and others in
order to deal with the enemy (Gen 16:9, James 4:7).


- Rifle pointing downward


Words spoken against you:-
Caution! You are in danger of shooting yourself in the foot.


Harming self:- Meaning
that through your actions or warfare [whether it is an
attack, judgment or criticism] you will cause harm to yourself and will
not add to resolving the issue (2 Sam 19:5).


Surrender: It can also
show being prepared to surrender his warfare [whether it is
an attack, judgment or criticism] in order to resolve the issue in
another manner (Jer 21:4).


- Rifle pointing upwards


Message:- Shows that the
person is pointing his attention or warfare [whether it is
an attack, judgment or criticism] to a higher authority, for example a
supervisor, manager, church leader or even God.


- Small calibre rifle


Insufficient weaponry:-
It can be a caution that your weapons of your warfare are insufficient.


Prepare better:- Arm
yourself better with Scripture, fasting and guidance by the Holy Spirit to
equip yourself to resist the enemy (2 Cor 10:4, 2 Cor 6:7).


RIGHT [direction]


Spiritual revealed:-
Something on the right side shows the power of God being revealed but that it
is not released in the natural [wait a bit]. A
situation that has been loosed in the spiritual has not manifested in the
natural. Wait a bit before you act.


Give of yourself:- The
right side of body shows that you will give of yourself to others (Matt 25:33,
Prov 25:23, Gen 48:18).


Positive:- If something
is on the right side it may be experienced as positive, powerful and from a
position of authority (Ex 15:6).


RING


Token of authority:-
Traditionally a signet [seal] ring was used as a
token of authority (Gen 41:42, Est 3:8-10, Est 8:2).


Identity:- A symbol of
dignity and identity (Luk 15:22).


Wealth:- It can also
identify a person of wealth and influence (Jam 2:2, Song 5:14). Can show being
blessed with a position of wealth, influence and authority.


Commitment:- It is also
a symbol of eternal commitment, agreement and a covenant.


- Engagement ring


Agreement:- Represents
an agreement between two people to enter into a marriage covenant and can
therefore indicate that the person will enter into a contract with someone else
(Gen 41:42).


- Golden ring


Agreement:- Covenant or
agreement.


Authority to rule:- It
can show that the Lord is establishing you in his authority to reign or to rule
(Ex 25:25, Ex 37:2-11, Ex 39:30, Est 8:15, Ps 21:3, Zech 6:11).


Victory:- Victory after
a trial (Job 23:10).


Faith:- Faith (1 Peter
1:7).


Purified:- Refined and
purified (Job 28:19, Job 31:24, Prov 8:19).


- Ring worn as jewellery


Self-glorification:- It
can show glorifying self [meaning pretending to be what you
are not] (Prov 11:22, Is 3:21). Self-glorification.


- Signet ring


Authority:-
Traditionally a signet ring was used as a token of authority (Gen 41:42).


- Wedding ring


Covenant:- It represents
a contract [covenant] between two people (Gen
38:18).


RIVER [water]


Flow of the Spirit:-
A powerful move and flow of the Holy Spirit supplying eternal life to and
through those who obey Him (John 4:14, John 7:38-39, Acts 5:32).


Provision:- Water is
associated with the provision and blessings of God, therefore it can be a
collection or flowing together, of this provision and blessings.


Life:- A source of life
and fruitfulness.


Peace and gladness:- A
place of peace where there is a widespread and abundant flow of the Spirit (Rev
22:1). Joy and gladness (Ps 46:4).


- Blue river


Peace:- Flowing of the
peace and provision of the Holy Spirit. Can also represent the presence of the
Holy Spirit.


River of living water:-Spiritual
river of living water, the pure and Holy Spirit Who proceeds from the Father
and the Son. Source of eternal life.


Word of God:-
The Word of God if purely and faithfully preached is clear as crystal,
conveying spiritual life to people.


Heavenly joy:- Heavenly
joy, pleasure and delight.


Holiness:- Holiness and
perfect knowledge (Rev 2:1, Ez 47:1-12). Holiness of life and conversation.


Love and grace:- The
free gift of God through Christ. The everlasting love of God. The redemption,
calling, justification, pardon, adoption, eternal life and fruitfulness of
those who drink of it. Reviving of the saints.


Honesty:- Everlasting
love. Free from all hypocrisy. A real, hearty, and sincere person. Inward
principle of grace (John 7:38, Ps 46:4).


- Deep, wide or muddy,
slow moving river


Unhealthy:- An unhealthy
situation.


Difficulty:- Shows that
you are facing [or are stuck in] great difficulty.


Obstacle:- An obstacle
that seems impassable (Jer 38:22; Ps 69:2).


- Dry river bed


Spiritual dryness:-
Caution that the flow of the Spirit has stopped. A period of dryness in your
spiritual life. In a commercial sense it can show facing a lack of resources or
that your business will run into a dry period (Is 19:1-8; Jer 51:36; Nah 1:4;
Zech 10:11; Is 23:3).


- Growing beside a river


Useful:- To be taught
and led by the Holy Spirit and becoming fruitful and useful to God (Ps 65:9; Ps
1:3)


- Raging river


Spiritual move:- Great
and powerful movement of the Holy Spirit (Mat 24:39).


- River mouth


Releasing to the nations:-
Symbolic of the release of the flow of the Holy Spirit into something bigger [nations] (Eph 3:20, Is 60:5(b), Ecc 1:7, Ez 47:8).


- River at flood level


Revival:- This can
represent a powerful move of the Holy Spirit. Shows a time of revival where
religious blockages, doctrines and traditions are removed (Ps 90:5, Gen 6:13,
17).


Destroying force:- It
can be a caution of judgment or a conquering, destroying force (Is 28:2, Ps
18:4, 2 Sam 22:5).


Depression:- It can show
that the person is experiencing serious bouts of depression or is currently
depressed.


- River across the road


Worldly way:- It is a
caution that you are following the way of the world [whether
in business or ministry] and the Lord is warning you that He will block
it through an intervention or move of the Holy Spirit (Ps 119:27).


- River path


Flow of the Spirit:-
The Holy Spirit’s flow, cutting a path through the worldly ways of man.


ROACH [cockroach]


Unclean:- It is
something that feeds on unclean or filthy things and lives in unclean places.
It can therefore be a caution that the person is hiding an unclean lifestyle or
associates himself with sinful people or circumstances (2 Cor 7:1, 2 Cor 6:17).


















ROAD [path
or highway]


New path:- A connection
between one part or season of your life and the next one the Lord is taking you
to. It shows that the Lord is giving you direction, just hold on steadfastly to
your faith (Is 35:8, Hagg 1:5-7, Matt 26:41).


Discernment:- It can
point to wisdom and discernment given by the Holy Spirit (Is 40:14, Prov 2:9).


Righteousness:- Indicate
the path of righteousness (Is 26:7, Prov 4:26).


Life’s path:- The path
of life, unknown and movable (Prov 5:6). Your life’s path, your ways or
lifestyle (Ps 139:3, Jer 6:16).


The way of the Lord:-
Way, Truth, Life (John 14:7, Luke 24:32, Acts 8:26). The path of
sanctification.


- Crossing the road


New phase:- It can show
that you will enter into a new phase of your life [crossing
from one way of life to another]. Depending of the direction that the
person is crossing the road it can either point to a person crossing to
salvation [left to right] or backsliding [right to left].


- Crossroad


Serious decision:- It is
a warning that you are at a place where you will have to make serious decisions
which will influence the rest of your life.


Call to intercession:-
It can be a call to fasting, prayer and/or serious intercession for the Lord to
guide and lead you (Is 58).


- Dead end road


Change of direction:-
Points to a change of direction in your life.


Wrong way:- It can be a
warning that the way you are going will not be successful. It can even point to
the failure of a project, ministry or business.


End of something:- It
can show that you are reaching the end of your resources, the closure of the
business or ministry and that you need to approach the Lord to ask for
directions for the next step [phase] of your life.


- Dirt road


Way of the world:- Way
of the flesh and the world, warning against ignorance and evil (2 Peter 2:22).


- Footpath


A new way:- A new way.
The place where you put your foot you can claim the land for the Lord.


Narrow way:- It can be a
difficult path, the narrow way (Ps 142:4) but it holds the promise that the
Lord will make a way in even the most difficult of circumstances (Is 43:16).


- Gravel road


Established on a solid path:-
Gravel is used to cover dirt roads in order to make them level and lasting. It
can therefore show that your life, business, ministry is established on a solid
and lasting way [Gods way] (Luke 3:16, Mark 4:20,
Joel 2:7).


- Grassy road


Neglect:- Points to the
neglecting of interpersonal relationships or relationship with God and
involvement in worldly activities (Heb 2:3, 1 Tim 4:14).


- Highway


Connection:- A highway
is a connection between one part or season of your life and the next phase the
Lord is taking you to. It shows that the Lord is giving you direction and that
you will remain steadfast in your faith (Is 35:8, Hagg 1:5-7, Matt 26:41).


- Muddy road


Fleshly activities:- Mud
represents the things and ways of the world and fleshly activities therefore
this shows living a worldly and sinful life away from the ways of the Lord (2
Peter 2:22).


Traps of the world:- Mud
can also represent the traps of the world, busy-ness with worldly things,
circumstances and activities that keep you away from a relationship with the
Lord (Ps 69:20, Is 57:20).


- Road under construction


Be patient:- The Lord is
telling you not to be in a hurry. Be patient and do not strive as He is
preparing the way for you [to make it smooth and clear].
It can also be a warning that you may encounter difficulty along the way.


- Straight smooth road


Prosperous way:- It
shows that the Lord will make your way prosperous and He will give you wisdom
and discernment through the Holy Spirit (Is 40:14, Prov 2:9).


Path of righteousness:-
It can point to the path of righteousness (Is 26:7, Prov 4:26).


- Tarred road [tar]


Covering of your sin:-
The Lord is covering your sin and the ways of the world [the
gravel under the tar].


New phase:- He is taking
you to the next phase in your life and is also giving you discernment through
the Holy Spirit (Is 40:14, Prov 2:9).


Way of the Lord:-
A new path of righteousness (Is 26:7, Prov 4:26), the path of your life in the
Lord, immovably directed by Him (Prov 5:6, John 14:7, Luke 24:32, Hag 1:5-7, Is
35:8).


ROADMAP [map]


God will show the way:-
It is a promise that the Lord will show the way (Gen 46:28, Prov 3:6, Is
45:13).


ROADSIGNS


Indicators:- Be
attentive to signs as they are indicators [or rules]
of where God wants to lead or use you (Hos 12:10).


- Detour


Change of direction:-
Change of direction.


Delays:- Warning that
you can expect delays and diversions in your career, ministry or business (1
Tim 3:15).


- Intersection


Place of decision-making:-
It is a warning that you are at a place where you will have to make serious
decisions which will influence the rest of your life.


Call to fasting:- It can
be a call to fasting, prayer and serious intercession for the Lord to guide and
lead you (Is 58).


- Stop sign


Stop involvement:-
Warning to immediately stop involvement in a particular activity [be guided by the other symbols to know exactly what is meant]
(Tit 1:11, Luk 12:29, Ez 3:27).


- Yield sign


Give way:- Give the
other person the right of way or preference [rather stand
back from the deal for now] (Heb 13:17, Rom 6:19).


ROBBER [thief]


Deceitful person:-Be
careful who you trust. It can represent a cunning, sly and deceitful person who
could cause you harm when you least expect it (Neh 4:3, Luke 13:32).


ROBE


Favour of the Lord:-
The favour of the Lord. Anointed for a prophetic office or given authority (1
King 19:19, 2 King 2:8, 13, 14, Joh 19:23, Mat 9:20,21, Mat 14:36, Mat 21:7, 8,
Mat 9:16, Mat 17:2, Mat 24:18, Mat 26:65, Mat 27:31-35).


Covering of Jesus:-
Covering of Jesus (2 Tim 4:13, John 19:2, John 19:5).


Wickedness:- Can
represent wearing a robe of wickedness (1 Pet 2:16).


- Blue robe


Heavenly revelations:-The
heavens are blue and it therefore relates to someone blessed with heavenly
revelations and visitations [prophetic].


Good-will and blessings:-It
is a friendly colour and therefore represents good will and blessings resting
upon someone [Holy Spirit] (Judg 13:25, Num 4:7).


Downhearted:-Can be
feeling “blue”, meaning downhearted or depressed.


Idolatry:-It can also
indicate the presence of idolatry in a person’s life (2 King 10:29).


- Brown robe


Abusing position of authority:-This
can show someone who is abusing a position of authority to build their own
image, or to benefit their own personal interests (1 Sam 13:14).


- Orange robe


Powerful prophetic anointing:-
Can show a call to a prophetic ministry [cloak of humility].
It is an indication of a powerful anointing with the promise of prophetic
revelations (Luk 2:32, Rom 16:25).


Enthusiastic teaching of the Word:-
It can be an indication of someone who is energetic and enthusiastic in
announcing the Word of God (John 2:17).


Emotional:- Can be a
warning of impending danger, or someone reacting overly emotional (Act 22:3,
Num 25:13).


- Purple robe


Great authority:-
Royalty, to be honoured, to be exalted (John 19:2, 5). A person of a noble
birth with great authority, power, generosity and goodness (Luk 24:12).


Justified:-To be
justified by the blood of Jesus, to be made kings and priests for God (John
19:2).


Neglecting the soul:-
Can point to a person who only takes care of his body and neglect his soul.
Someone living in pleasure, with no regard to the poorer saints (Luk 16:19).


- Red robe


Teaching on redemption:-
Shows being anointed to teach on the redemption of Christ (Heb 9:12).


Nor ready for teaching
ministry:- Can be a warning that the person is not ready for a teaching
ministry (Mat 23:10).


- Torn robe


Grief:- It represents
grief, shame and confusion (Ezra 9:3).


- White robe


Humility:- It shows that
the Lord will honour your humility. He will wash away your sins and place you
in a position of authority (Dan 4:34, Is 59:17).


Righteousness:-
Righteousness received from God because of being persecuted for believing in
Christ (Rev 6:11, Rev 7:9).


Purified:- Answered
prayers.


Favoured:- Favoured in
your communion with God.


Cheerful:- A cheerful
countenance (Luk 9:29; Mat 17:2).


Purified:- An emblem of
purity and innocence, and of pure and spotless righteousness (Mat 27:59, Luk
16:19).


ROBOT [traffic
light]


- Green traffic light


Keep going:- Can
indicate that you should continue on the way that the Holy Spirit is leading
you (2 Tim 3:14, 1 Tim 4:16).


- Red traffic light


Caution to stop involvement:-
Can indicate that you should end your involvement in the business, activities
or ministry you are currently involved in (Ez 3:27).


ROCK [boulder]


Jesus:- Jesus Christ is
described as the rock on which the church is built (Cor 10:4).


Rock of offense:- Can
represent Jesus [strength], the Rock of offence
against which the spirit of darkness will be broken (Zech 12:3, Zech 14:4, 6-9,
13).


Safe place:- A place to
hide and feel secure (Ps 31:2, Ps 18:2). The Hebrew for “mighty God” is Rock
(Hab 1:12, Deut 32:4, 2 Sam 22:34).


Solid:- Steadfastness
(Ps 40:2).


Ruler:- One who rules or
is in charge (2 Sam 23:3).


Stubborn resistance:-
Can also be seen as a sign of most stubborn resistance [such
as a person who is resisting the revelations and the Word of the Lord] (Jer 23:29).


Landmark:- It can
symbolize a landmark, place or person of significance [magnificent]
(Mark 13:1, 1 Sam 6:18).


Costly:- Something great
and costly (1 King 5:17, 18, 1 King 7:9-12).


Holy Spirit:-
The Holy Spirit (1 Cor 10:4) or the Kingdom of Christ (Dan 2:34, 45).


Iniquities removed:- Can
be a promise that your iniquities will be removed (Zech 3:9).


Burdened:- It can show
being burdened with something (Zech 12:3, Zech 14:4, 6-9, 13).


Idolatry:-
Representative of an idol or idolatry (Deut 4:28, Deut 28:36, 64, Deut 29:17, 2
King 19:18, Is 37:19, Ez 20:32).


Stumbling block:- It can
also be a caution not to stumble when you are tempted [stone
of stumbling] (Is 8:14, Rom 9:33, 1 Pet 2:8).


- Black stone


Rejected:- It can show
suffering from rejection (Ps 118:22, Mat 21:42-44, Mar 12:10, Luk 20:17, 18,
Act 4:11, 1 Pet 2:4).


Hard hearted:- Someone
with a hardened [impenitent] heart (Ez 36:26).


- Corner stone


Grace:- Grace of God
(Zech 4:9). God will act on your behalf (Zech 10:4).


Jesus:- Jesus Christ as
the foundation of Christianity. The strength of Jesus (Acts 4:1, Ps 118:22).


- Pile of stones


Memorial:- It can be a
memorial pillar [to remember an important occasion]
(Gen 28:18-22, Gen 31:45-52, Josh 4:2-9, Josh 4:20-24, Josh 24:25, 1Sam 7:12).


- Precious stone


Preciousness:- Something
or someone precious (Ex 28:9-21, Ex 39:6-14).


Free-will offerings:-
Voluntary offerings (Ex 35:27).


Authority:- Authority (2
Sam 12:30, 1 Chron 20:2).


Blessed:- To be blessed
(Is 54:11, 12).


- Stone with 7 eyes


Jesus:- Jesus is the
Rock with 7 eyes meaning perfection in the Holy Spirit [the
7 fold Holy Spirit of God.] The 7 fold Holy Spirit of JHVH [Jehovah] (Is 11:2, Zech 4:10, Rev 4:5).


- White stone


Witness:- Witness to the
sealing of the covenant (Rev 2:17, Josh 24:25-29). Christ and the witness of
the Spirit (Rev 2:17).


- Name on stone


Saved from sin:- Your
name written on a white stone [Jesus] means to be
saved form sin, set free from judgment.


ROCKET


Apostolic ministry:-
This carries explosive power, travels through the air with force and can make
significant changes in a short space in time. It can therefore be associated
with an apostolic ministry, or a powerful and sudden move of the Holy Spirit
which will make vast strides of progress (Zeph 1:18).


Unexpected attack:- Like
fiery arrows shot from the darkness, a rocket can travel a long distance
undetected and cause severe havoc and turmoil. It can therefore symbolize a
sudden and unexpected attack coming against you (Jud 1:10).


ROCKING CHAIR [chair]


Position of rest:- Place
of rest or quietness before the Lord (Is 30:15).


Seat:- Seat of justice.


Authority:- Authority to
teach the Word (Mat 23:20).


Ranking:- Place of
distinction (Mat 23:6, Mar 12:39, Luk 20:46). Position or place of rank,
influence or authority (Mat 23:2).


ROD [sceptre,
staff]


Delegated authority:-
Shows authority to do the miraculous in Jesus’ Name (Ex 7:9).


Divine guidance:- It can
point to the divine guidance and gracious care of God (Ps 23:4).


Rulership: - The rod [staff] is a symbol of
sovereignty, leadership and rulership (Rev 19:15, Heb 1:8). [I took for myself two staffs the one I called “Favour,” and the
other I called “Union,” and I fed the flock] (Zech 11:7). Symbol of governance and rulership, ensigns of
sovereignty (Ps 23:4).


Disciplining:- Warning
that the Lord will discipline or correct you (1 Cor 4:21, Ex 21:20, 2 Sam 7:14,
Prov 10:13, 24, Is 10:5).


Oppressive ruler:- It
can also point to someone who manages [rules] by
force and oppression (Rev 2:27, Rev 12:5).


- Broken staff


Authority taken away:-
Shows that the person will be removed from a position of authority.


- Shepherd’s staff


God’s authority:- The
Lord’s authority and power (Ex 1:16; Ex 17:9; Ps 23:4).


- Measuring rod [ruler, tape measure]


Correction:- Warning
that the Lord will discipline or correct you (1 Cor 4:21, Ex 21:20, 2 Sam 7:14,
Prov 10:13, 24, Is 10:5).


Ruling by force:- It can
also point to a person who manages or rules by force and oppression (Rev 2:27,
Rev 12:5).


Time for redemption:- A
ruler [30 cm] in someone’s hand can point to the
time the Lord is indicating to accomplish His time for redemption.


God’s protection:- There
is no need to build a wall of protection around yourself as God is your
protection (Zech 2:1-10).


ROLLER COASTER


Challenging situation:-
With its tracks running up and down, in loops, twists and turns, it can show
someone experiencing a very volatile period in their life. Yet, even though it
seems to be a very challenging situation it carries with it the promise of
swift completion (Jam 1:6-8).


ROLLER SKATES [rollerblades]


Risky venture:-
Roller-skates are normally used by younger people doing risky, acrobatic and
skilful things requiring a good sense of balance, orientation and flexibility.
It can therefore be associated with involvement in a risky venture that will
require all your natural and acquired skills and attention in order to succeed
(Dan 1:17; Dan 8:25).


ROOF


Protection:- It can
represent protection, oversight, covering and can therefore show being under
the Lord’s covering and protection.


Responsibility:- This on
the one hand presents a promise and on the other a responsibility (Nah 2:5, Ps
104:2).


- Glass roof


Understanding prophetic
revelations:- Understanding prophetic revelations given in terms of
business, people, ministry or church [to be on top of the
issue] (Ps 119:130).


- Roof top


Access to God:-
The open heavens above show that nothing is standing between you and God.


Heavenly revelations:-
It contains the promise of heavenly revelations in terms of a business, people,
ministry or church [to be on top of the issue] (Ps
119:130).


ROOF TRUSSES


Spiritual covering:-
Structures that provide spiritual covering, such as a church, a congregation or
an intercessor.


- Black roof trusses


Ignorance:- Famine,
lack, spiritual blindness, ignorance. Under the covering of an ungodly person
or organisation.


ROOMS


- Bedroom


Intimacy:- A place of
intimacy and privacy, fellowship or union in worship (Rom 8:9, 1 Cor 3:16, 2
Cor 13:14).


Prayer:- A place of
prayer and meditation where you feel at peace.


- Bedroom in house


Ministry in church:-
This can be a ministry in a church, or a denomination within a large church
body. It can also refer to a department in a business, depending on the
context.


- Empty room


Yielded to the Spirit:-
Shows that there is no room for anything cosmetic in the person’s life and that
he is totally yielded to the leading of the Holy Spirit (Rom 8:14, Gal 5:18).


- House without bedrooms


Against the prophetic:-
A church or ministry which does not allow prophetic, Holy Spirit movement, or
does not believe in the prophetic (Jud 1:18).


- Living room [lounge]


Companionship:- It is
the place where people normally gather to interact and commune or fellowship.
It would therefore symbolize a person with a need of companionship and
friendship (Rom 15:2, Gal 6:2).


- Room in house


Denomination:- Can refer
to a denomination, ministry in a church, or a movement of the Holy Spirit of
God within a church.


- Upper room [attic]


Place of prayer:- A place
of prayer. A call for a deeper and more in-depth time of prayer, or to spend
more time with the Lord in prayer (Mark 14:15).


ROOSTER [cock,
chicken]


Timing:- Regularity and
precise timing (Mark 13:35), and could therefore show that the person is
trustworthy and can get others to work [announcing time of
work].


Crown:- The comb of a
cock can be likened to the crown of a king that gets his people to start work
when the cock crows46.


Denying the Lord:-
Associated with the denial of the Lord when under pressure [or threat] (Mat 26:34, Luk 22:34).


ROOT


Origin:- It can point to
ancestry [origin or source] and would therefore
symbolize a need to establish one’s ancestry or background in order to get a
better understanding of present circumstances (Prov 12:3, Is 11:10, Jer 1:10).


Rooted in iniquity:- It
can point to a person that is rooted in iniquity and sin, the roots of which
may be found in the person’s ancestry (Job 19:28, Is 14:29).


ROPE [cord,
line]


Bringing together:- It
is used bind things together (2 Sam 17:13, Jud 15:13) and can be likened to a
band of love (Hos 11:4). Shows strength in unity (Ecc 4:12).


Escape:- Something with
which to escape (Josh 2:15).


Captive:- To be held
captive or held in bondage [to be afflicted] (Job
36:8). A snare and a trap [of sin] (Ps 140:5, Prov
5:22).


ROSE


New covenant:-
Symbolizes Jesus as the Rose of Sharon (Song 2:1) which represents the new
covenant where He was trampled for our sins. It can therefore show that Jesus
loved you so much that He died for the forgiveness of your sins.


Romance:- Roses are
normally a romantic gift and can be associated with feelings of romance and
love (Song 7:12, Song 2:12).


- Red rose


Romance:- Normally a
romantic gift and can therefore be associated with feelings of romance and love
(Song 7:12, Song 2:12).


- Yellow rose


Presence of God:-
Spiritual significance that represent the presence of God like a golden [bright yellow] cloud (Num 12:10, Lev 13:30).


- Rock rose [onycha, Rose of
Sharon]


satan defeated:- Symbolic of satan who
is defeated.


Authority:- Symbolic of
spiritual authority. To roar. Father’s authority through Christ (Rev 5:5, Matt
28:18, Luke 10:19).


Jesus:- The rose of
Sharon can also represent Jesus who was trampled for our sins (Song 2:1).


ROUND [shapes,
circle]


Completeness:- It represents unity and completeness (Ps 133:1).


Wisdom:- Shows being
blessed with wisdom in order to represent the interests or opinions of a group
of people (Ps 32:7).


Authority to rule:-
Authority to rule over an encircled [clearly identified]
area (Eph 4:13, Gen 41:41).


Inconclusive:- It can
show that an argument cannot be concluded as long as the same arguments go
round and round.


- Circle


Protection:- Surrounded
by the Lord’s protection (Ps 32:7, Ps 34:7).


Fellowship:- Fellowship
and inclusivity (Song 1:12).


Assembly:- An assembly
of people [group of people with like interests] (Jer
6:11, Jer 15:17).


Boundary:- Boundary or
border of influence (Gen 23:17, Ex 25:25).


ROWING [boat,
vehicles]


New beginning:- An
individual beginning a small business or ministry.


Persevere:- It can also
be a call to persevere in prayer [keep on rowing] (1
Cor 14:15).


Relying on own ability:-
Rowing forces the boat forwards by self-will, fleshly power and not by the
power of the Holy Spirit and can therefore represent the works of the flesh,
doing your own thing, this not being guided by the Holy Spirit but by the
spirit of man (2 Tim 4:2). Trying to achieve something [or
establishing a new ministry] through own effort (Gal 5:4, Rom 10:3).


Individualist:- A person
with an individualist attitude who does not easily trust, or work with, others
[not a team player] (Rev 3:17).


Emotional response:-
Acting out of emotions [soulful thing, effort] and
not being led by the Spirit (Is 50:11, Is 64:6).


RUBBER BAND [elastic
band]


Agreement:- It can
represent an agreement, a contract, a marriage covenant, or a reminder of such
an agreement (Ps 105:8, Ps 119:61).


Flexible:- It can also
show that you are flexible and can be stretched by the Lord in order to achieve
His objectives.


Ungodly soul ties:- Can
represent ungodly ties which are keeping you from walking in freedom. Ungodly
soul ties with a person, idea, place or item, that is keeping you from a full
and free relationship with the Lord (Ex 2:23, Neh 5:5).


RUBY


New beginning:-
Signifies a new beginning based on hope and the foundations God provides. God
establishing the foundations of His New Kingdom (Ps 24:7, Rev 20:21, Matt
22:37).


Blossoming Beauty:-
Descriptive of the beauty of a person that comes forth like a blossoming plant
(Prov 11:28, Is 27:6).


New Anointing:-
Associated with a new beginning, receiving a new anointing and to start a new
life with Christ (Col 3:10, Eph 4:24).


Neglected your First
Love:- Can be a warning
that you have neglected or left your first love [Christ]
and that you are not covered by the Blood of the Son (1 Cor 1:18).


To Consider:-
Symbolic of deciding where a person has already seen the facts, learned by
experience and can now present the findings [making the
decision] (2 Tim 2:7, Job 37:14).


Vision of the Son:-
It speaks of a vision of the Son [the anointed one],
to see the Son (Gen 29:32) which signifies a new beginning based on hope and
the foundations God has provided (Rev 21:20). God loves you, He is your first
love and therefore He must remain your first priority (Ez 28:13, Matt 22:37).


RUDDER


Giving direction:- In
the same way that a small rudder [the tongue] can
turn a big ship [many people] one man’s words of
discord and insubordination can incite resistance by many (James 3:4-6).


RUG [carpet]


Revealing works:- Used
to cover a floor or to beautify a room, it can symbolize a person’s works being
witnessed [covering the people affected by it] (Judg
4:18).


Cover-up:- To sweep dirt
[sin] under the carpet, to hide it from view [a cover-up] (Josh 7:19).


RUGBY


Demanding negotiations:-
A rugby game can be warning that the transaction that you [as
a member of a bigger team, whether a company or a congregation] are
negotiating, or the argument that you are involved in, will be concluded in a
demanding and intensive manner.


Teamwork:- This will
require skill, precision and teamwork, and can cause emotional, physical or
spiritual scars to those who are involved (Jer 51:23, Prov 25:8, Is 41:11).


RUIN


Falling in sin:- Symbol
of mans’ fall into sin (Prov 26:28)47. It can also point to the status of the
person’s spiritual or emotional life.


RULER [measuring
rod, tape measure]


Time for redemption:- A
ruler [30 cm] in someone’s hand can point to the
time the Lord is indicating to accomplish His time for redemption.


God’s protection:- There
is no need to build a wall of protection around yourself as God is your
protection (Zech 2:1-10).


RULER [king,
president]


The Lord:-
It can be a representative of Jesus Christ, the King of kings, (Rev 19:14, 16).
The Lord God Almighty (Rev 15:3).


Intellectual superiority:-
It can point to someone with intellectual superiority.


Senior person:- In
business it can point to someone in a very senior position [CEO] or the owner of the business (Gen 14:18).


Elder:- It can also
refer to an elder, or the head of a ministry or congregation (Gen 14:18).


Counsellor:- The
traditional idea of a ruler [king] was a counsellor,
consultant or a judge and can therefore refer to a calling as a counsellor or
consultant (Is 48:28, Mic 4:9, Is 9:8).


Responsibility to rule:-
It can be a warning to remember your responsibility to rule over your own household.


Building the Kingdom:-
The role of ruler in the establishment of the Kingdom of God is to finance the
building of the Kingdom.


Provider:- A vision or
dream of a ruler [especially if you see yourself as the
ruler] can point to a call to be a provider of finances for the work of
the Kingdom (1 Tim 5:8).


Control:- Someone who
exercises unchecked control over people who subject themselves to him, or an
evil and destructive ruler (Rev 9:11, Gen 10:8-10).


RUNNING [jogging]


Speedy progress:- To run
can symbolize speedy progress, and can therefore mean you are moving along
speedily by the Spirit (Acts 3:6, Gal 5:16-18, 22, 25, Gal 6:1-8, Rom 8:11).


Walking in the flesh:-
Trying to get by on your own efforts, walking in the flesh (Gal 5:25, Gal
6:1-8).


Fleeing:- It can also
show running away from salvation, or fleeing from something in fear.


RUST


Formal:- Formal and
factual situation (2 Chron 9:5).


Withdrawn:- Descriptive
of a formal, withdrawn person (Job 13:19, Judg 18:27).


Hidden destruction:-
Symbolic of someone [or something] that is causing
destruction under the surface [hidden] (Jer 49:10,
Is 29:15).


Damaging:- Symbolic of
causing damage [to things or to people] (Mat 6:19,
20, Jer 2:21).


Eternal investments:-
Speaks of wisdom by investing in eternal assets and not trusting in earthly
riches (Matt 6:19-20).
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SABBATH [resting]


Time of rest:-
Represents no work and a time of rest (Gen 2:2-3) of listening to, or teaching,
the Word of God (Act 13:14, Luk 13:10).


Unburdened:- To be
without a burden (Jer 17:21-23).


SABLE ANTELOPE


Unbiblical marriage
relationship:- It shows that the marriage relationship is out of line
with Biblical truth. The woman often dominates and the husband does not take up
his role as protector and provider of this family (Act 17:22).


SACKCLOTH


Calling for mercy:-
Someone calling out for grace and mercy (1 King 20:31).


Fasting:- Humbling [fasting] himself before the Lord (1 King 21:27, Neh 9:1).
It can also be a call to fasting (Is 58:5).


Mourning:- Can show
mourning and grieving (Gen 37:34, Est 4:1).


SAFFRON [a
spice, see also colour – yellow, gold]


Faith:- Spiritual faith,
strengthening the heart, saved by through faith (Heb 2:13, 2, Eph 2:8, Hab
2:4).


SAILING


Reliant on the Holy
Spirit:- It can
represent a business, ministry, person or project which is powered and directed
in full reliance on the Holy Spirit. It means that the Holy Spirit is guiding
and leading the person’s life (Zech 4:6, Ps 18:10).


SALAD


All mixed up:- It can
point to circumstances that are all mixed up and that it is difficult to make a
decision (1 Tim 3:8, 2 Thes 2:2).


Spiritual food:- A salad
can also point to a fresh new revelation or spiritual refreshment and
sustenance that strengthens you (Gal 1:12, Luk 2:32).


SALMON


Sought after:- It can
refer to someone or something that is popular and sought after (1 Sam 16:21).


SALT


Preservation:- Its
function is to preserve and prevent corruption, [righteousness]
therefore it can be to improve your speech, to make it acceptable to the Lord
(Job 6:6, Ez 43:24).


Agreement:- In the
Arabic culture the word for salt and agreement [treaty or
covenant] has the same meaning and thus it can symbolize friendship or
loyalty (Mat 5:13, Mark 9:50). To eat together can be seen as a salt agreement.


Cleansing from sin:- It
can also show that the Lord is cleansing you from sin and unrighteousness (Ez
16:4, 2 King 2:20-21).


Hospitality:- Symbolic
of hospitality and purity (Ezr 4:14).


Sterility:- Salt can
represent sterility, barrenness and unfruitfulness (Deut 29:23, Jer 17:6).


- Food seasoned with salt


Pure Word
of God:- Food [the Word of God] seasoned with salt [righteousness]
can represent the pure and cleansing teachings of the Word of God.


Inner healing ministry:-
Can point to an inner healing ministry (Mark 9:50, Job 11:6).


SALVE [balm]


Healing:- Salve is
symbolic of cleansing and healing. It is a promise that the Lord will heal your
wounds, and help you to recover from the hurt and pain you had to bear (Jer
8:22, Jer 46:11).


- Eye salve


Natural understanding:-
You are given understanding in the natural. You have been purified and tested
and are now anointed with the Holy Spirit.


Revealing of God:-
The Lord will reveal Himself to you in a very special way (Rev 3:18).


Healing of eyes:- It can
also represent the healing of your physical eyes (Rev 3:18).


SANCTUARY


God’s dwelling:- Gods
dwelling place among men (Ex 25:8, 9)48.


SAND


Foolish:- Descriptive of
foolish words [foolish planning or plans based on a poor
foundation] (Mat 7:26, Prov 27:3).


Immaturity:- An immature
person who has not come to terms with personal weaknesses.


Overwhelming enemy:- Can
point to an overwhelming enemy (Josh 11:4, 1 Sam 13:5).


God’s love:- Descriptive
of the thoughts of love that God has for you (Ps 139:17-18).


Hidden treasures:- The
promise of hidden treasures (Deut 33:19).


Many people:-
Figuratively it can represent a countless number of people (Gen 22:17, Gen
32:12, 10:22).


Abilities:- Descriptive
of someone’s abilities [such as wisdom and understanding]
(1 King 4:29).


SANDLES [shoes]


Missionary calling:-
Prepared to become a missionary and willingness to spread the Gospel (Eph
6:15).


Equipped for your calling:-
Also show being ready and prepared for a particular task [equipped
to walk all the way] (Luke 7:38, Matt 3:11).


SANDWICH [bread]


Spiritual food:- It is
similar to the matzos [unleavened bread] which is on
the Seder plate in the tabernacle, which can point to spiritual substance [bread of life] (Joh 6:35, Heb 11:1).


Difficult issue:- It can
also point to a person that is placed in a difficult position [sandwiched] and has to address a difficult issue (Num
11:11, Ps 25:16).


SAPPHIRE


Beauty:- Beauty and
clarity (Zech 9:17, Ez 16:14).


Glory of God:-
The glory and presence of God (Ex 24:10, Ez 1:26, Ez 10:1).


SARDIUS STONE


Vision of the son:- The
Biblical reference is from the Sardius stone of the Tribe of Reuben which means
vision of the son, to see the son (Gen 29:32).


New beginning:-
Signifies a new beginning based on hope and the foundations God has provided.


Establishing foundations:-
God establishing the foundations of His new Kingdom (Rev 21:20).


God is first priority:-
God loves you, He is your first love and therefore He must remain your first
priority (Ez 28:13, Matt 22:37).


Throne of God:-
The throne of God (Rev 4:3).


Neglected:- Can be a
warning that you are neglected or left your first love [Christ]
and that you are not covered by the Blood of the Son (1 Cor 1:18).


















SATELLITE


Outpost:- It refers to an
outpost or contact point for a bigger body or organisation. This can show that
you are called to be a representative or contact person for the Lord, or a
calling to be a representative for a ministry [or business]
(Hos 1:11, 1 King 16:34).


SATIN


Blessed:- To be blessed
and honoured [clothed with silk] (Ez 16:10)


SAXOPHONE [trumpet]


Call to the prophetic:-
Can be likened to a trumpet [or shofar] which is
widely used in Holy Spirit ministries and can therefore indicate a call to a
prophetic ministry and the flowing in the gifts of the Spirit (Hos 8:1).


Summoned to battle:-
Represents a warning that the enemy is in sight and the battle is imminent. To
be summoned and incited by God to go into battle to destroy the enemy (Zech
7:14).


Announcing a message:-
An announcement of a special [prophetic] message
from God (Neh 4:20). The voice of God can sound like a trumpet (Ex 19:16). The
sounding of the trumpet of the Gospel is God’s ordinance, and demands the
attention of all to whom it is sent56 (Num 10:1-10).


Preached gospel:- Can
represent the preached Gospel as it sounds an alarm to sinners, calls them to
repentance, proclaims liberty to the captives and slaves of satan, and gathers
the worshippers of God. It directs and encourages their heavenly journey, stirs
them to combat against the world and sin, encouraging them with the assurance
of victory. It directs attention to Christ’s sacrifice and shows the Lord’s
presence for protection.


SCALE


Righteous judgment:- Can
point to someone with sound and righteous judgment (Lev 19:35, Prov 16:11).


Measuring a person’s works:-
To measure or compare a person’s works against the standards God has set (Dan
5:27, Ez 40:3).


Honest person:- A scale
with balances, points to a person who is fair in all his dealings [business, ministry, etc.] (Job 31:6, Prov 11:1).


- Unbalanced scale


Dishonesty:- Warning not
to be dishonest (Deut 25:13, Prov 20:10). An unbalanced scale can point to
deception and unrighteousness (Hos 12:7).


SCALES [fish]


Acceptable words:-
Acceptable words [clean food fit for eating] (Lev
11:9).


Armour:- Can show
someone clothed in a coat of armour (1 Sam 17:38).


Natural man:- Outward,
natural man.


Pride:- It can point to
pride (Job 41:15).


SCALES FALLING FROM EYES


Spiritual understanding:-
A person that whose spiritual eyes are opened and they can see and understand
what the Lord has revealed in the spiritual.


SCALPEL [knife,
sword]


Word of God:-
It can symbolize the Word of God or the power of the Holy Spirit (Titus 1:13).
Sharp, penetrating, piercing between the soul and spirit, joints and marrow,
the inmost recesses of the mind, thoughts and intentions, separating fleshly
and spiritual attitudes (Jud 7:20, Heb 4:2-3, 12).


Gospel of Jesus:-
Gospel of Jesus Christ bringing healing, restoration, joy, life and abundance
(Heb 4:12).


Deliverance:-
Deliverance (Deut 32:41, Ps 17:13, Hos 11:6, Zech 13:7).


Revelation:- Revelation,
to reveal and to clear (Rev 1:16).


Separating:- Sharp,
penetrating, piercing between soul and spirit, joints and marrow, the inmost
recesses of the mind, thoughts and intentions, separating fleshly and spiritual
attitudes. (Jud 7:20, Heb 4:2-3, 12).


SCAR


Relationship scars:- Can
show that the person was dealt blows or scars in relationships (Jer 8:21, Jer
10:19).


Iniquities:- Represents
iniquities in a person’s life (Jer 2:22).


SCARF


Lord’s favour:- The
favour of the Lord. Covered by the favour of the Lord which brings feelings of
decency, warmth, being loved and comforted (Job 31:20, Gen 18:3, Luk 1:30).


Righteousness:- To be
clothed with the armour of God. To have a righteous heart. It reveals the heart
of someone who lives out this righteousness practically (Prov 31:13).


Humility:- Symbolic of a
very humble person, denying himself worldly benefits (Mat 3:4).


Prophetic anointing:- It
is an indication of a prophetic anointing on a person (Luk 2:32, Rom 16:25).


Encouragement:- Garment
of praise for the spirit of heaviness (Is 61:3). It also represents glory and
beauty (Ex. 28:40). God’s covering and protection (Gen 3:21).


SCARLET THREAD [thread]


Atonement:- It can refer
to atonement and grace in return for the protection of the children of God (Gen
14:23, Gen 38:28, 30, Josh 2:18, Judg 16:9, 12).


SCEPTER [staff,
rod]


Delegated authority:-
Shows authority to do the miraculous in Jesus’ Name (Ex 7:9).


Divine guidance:- It can
point to the divine guidance and gracious care of God (Ps 23:4).


Rulership:- The scepter
[rod] is a symbol of
sovereignty, leadership and rulership (Rev 19:15, Heb 1:8). [I took for myself two staffs the one I called “Favour,” and the
other I called “Union,” and I fed the flock] (Zech 11:7). Symbol of governance and rulership, ensigns of sovereignty
(Ps 23:4).


Disciplining:- Warning
that the Lord will discipline or correct you (1 Cor 4:21, Ex 21:20, 2 Sam 7:14,
Prov 10:13, 24, Is 10:5).


Oppressive ruler:- It
can also point to someone who manages [rules] by
force and oppression (Rev 2:27, Rev 12:5).


- Broken sceptre


Authority taken away:-
Shows that the person will be removed from a position of authority.


- Shepherd’s staff


God’s authority:- The
Lord’s authority and power (Ex 1:16; Ex 17:9; Ps 23:4). It can also point to a
pastoral calling.


SCHOOL


Preparation:- The Lord
is calling you to prepare yourself for the purpose for which He has called you
[it can be for ministry, business, marriage or career. Look
at the other symbols in your dream or vision for further guidance on the
context] (Nah 2:3, Eph 6:15).


Church:- A school can
refer to the church where you receive or will receive instruction (Act 19:9).


- New school complex


New lesson:- The Lord is
going to teach you to equip you for something new and exciting (Heb 10:20).


- Old high school


Reminder from the past:-
Take careful note of the circumstances in the school. The Lord may want to take
you back to something that you were taught, or remind you of a call on your
life which was prophetically revealed at a previous church, or place of
instruction (Heb 10:32, 2 Cor 6:1, Act 10:32).


SCISSORS


Revelation:- Revelation,
to reveal and to clear (Rev 1:16).


Cut to size:- It can
point to someone who intends to reveal the arrogance of another person. To cut
them to size.


Word of God:-
As a cutting instrument it can symbolize the Word of God or the power of the
Holy Spirit (Titus 1:13). Sharp, penetrating, piercing between the soul and
spirit, joints and marrow, the inmost recesses of the mind, thoughts and
intentions, separating fleshly and spiritual attitudes (Jud 7:20, Heb 4:2-3,
12).


- Scissors used wrong


Abusing the Word
of God:- To use scissors
incorrectly can point to abuse of the Word of God [or
interpreting it wrongly, false teachings] (Rev 2:15-16).


SCORPION


Chastisement:- It can
refer to being tormented by chastisement and painful experiences (Rev 9:5, 1
King 12:14, 2 Chron 10:11).


Danger:- Can point to
danger and difficulties (Deut 8:15).


Judgmental person:-
Warning of the presence of a slanderous and judgmental person who will attempt
to destroy all those around (Ez 2:6, Rev 9:3).


SCRAPYARD [junkyard]


Destroyed:- Shows that
someone’s business, ministry or personal image, has been destroyed completely
(Hos 4:6, Joel 1:18).


SCROLL [book]


Word of God:-
The Word of God (Ex 24:7).


Vision from God:-
A vision given and explained by God (Hab 2:2).


Warning from God:-
It can be God warning you to heed the instructions which He is giving you (Is
8:1).


Call to Word
study:- It can also be a call to restoration and renewal by “eating” [reading and meditating on] the Word of God (Ez 3:1).


Life’s record:- A record
of your life against which you will be judged.


Call to repentance:- A
warning to repent and ask for the forgiveness of your transgressions or else
the book will be held as evidence and lead to your eternal destruction (Rev
20:12).


Curse of destruction:-
Curse of destruction over those who steal and swear falsely (Zech 5:3).


SEA


Nations:- It can
represent the nations or people groups (Is 60:5, Rev 17:15).


Boundary:- It can show
that you have reached a barrier or boundary where certain decisions need to be
taken (Jer 5:22).


Place of blessing:- The
Lord will make a way for you and bring you to the place of blessing (Eph 3:20).


Restless:- Never at rest
or peaceful, it is turbulent and can point to difficulty.


Rebellion:- Represents
rebellion that cannot bring life but results in death (Is 57:20-21). Affliction
(Zech 10:11).


Worldly spirit:- Spirit
of the world (John 12:43; John 15:19).


- Dark sea


Hidden danger:- Caution
of hidden danger or a move of the spirit of darkness focused on a certain area
(Ps 140:5).


- Rocky seashore


Impending failure:- It
is a warning that your ministry, business or career is heading for failure and
that you should take evasive or corrective action immediately (Jud 1:12, Act
27:29).


- Rolling and roaring sea


Restlessness:- Outward
agitation of rage, commotion, tumult, restlessness, prepared to rush into battle
(Ps 2:1). It can also be pride.


- Sea coast


Boundary:- It can also
show that you have reached a barrier or boundary where certain decisions need
to be taken (Jer 5:22).


Flesh:- Soul, flesh.
Place of fleshly activities (John 12:43; John 15:19).


- Sea horse


Passive person:- Can
represent a passive type of person who hides his full potential [under the surface] seemingly not willing or able to, deal
with issues or to work under pressure.


- Sea monster


satan:- satan, leviathan, a
principality or power (Is 27:1).


- Sea of glass


Throne-room:-
Transparent presence before the throne of God, peace in the presence of God’s
throne room, the redeemed (Rev 4:6). The person can enter the throne-room
without fear.


- Sandy seashore


Relaxation:- It is
associated with holidays and relaxation.


Boundary:-It is also a
boundary [where the land ends] which could indicate
that you will have to decide whether you should expand internationally [if the coast is clear you can go ahead, otherwise you must delay]
(Gen 22:17, Jud 5:17, 1 King 4:29).


- Sea wave


New move of the Spirit:-
Waves are normally driven by the wind [Holy Spirit]
and can signify change and a new move of the Spirit which is going to take
place (Luke 21:25, Amos 5:24).


Promising build-up:- To
expect something to happen. Build-up of righteousness and flow of the Holy
Spirit which is about to take place (Is 48:18). Represent the building up of
something in the natural, physical or spiritual and can therefore be a promise
of coming prosperity, spiritual growth, emotional restoration or great
harvests.


Harmful spiritual move:-
This shows that there is a new teaching or spiritual move which will enter the
ministry or church and which will cause division and harm to the work of God (2
Sam 22:5).


- Troubled sea


Unstable person:- An
unstable person (Is 57:20).


- Tossing sea


The lost:- Unbelieving
people. It is never quiet, its water tossing up refuse and mud [sin] (Jude 13).


SEAGULL


Giants:- A seagull is a
type of vulture that operates close to the sea. It can be seen as a warning
that you are approaching a boundary/border where you will minister to the
nations, where the “giants” will be the most operative to hurt you or prevent
you from walking in your calling, to become bait for the seagull (Deut 9:2, Is
34:15).


Time to be released to the
nations:-It can also show that you are close to the point where you will
be released to minister to the nations (1 Tim 4:17).


SEASONS [see
also individual seasons]


God’s creation:- God’s
creative works represented in nature (Gen 2:10).


SEAL


To confirm:- It can
point to the confirmation [to seal in] or
ratification of an instruction (Neh 9:38, Neh 10:1).


Secret:- It can also
point to something secret or hidden (Rev 5:1, Dan 11, Is 8).


Ownership:- It can be a
symbol of ownership, such as when a person places his mark [seal] on something to confirm that it is his (1 King
21:8).


Authority45:- It can
also be seen as a mark that represents the authority of a person (Gen 41:42,
Est 3:10, Est 8:2).


SEAT [chair]


Authority to teach the Word:-
Seat of justice. Authority to teach the Word (Mat 23:20).


Position of authority:-
Place of distinction (Mat 23:6, Mar 12:39, Luk 20:46). Position or place of
rank, influence or authority (Mat 23:2).


SEAT BELT


Protection:- A seat belt
is used to secure a person and protect them from major injuries in case of an
accident.


Preparations concluded:-
It could therefore indicate having made all the required preparations for the
trip [business or ministry initiative], or it can be
a call to make more detailed precautions (Rom 1:10, Josh 9:11).


- Unfastened seat belt


Rebellion:- An
unfastened seat belt can point to rebellion or the willingness to take major
risks.


Unprotected:- It is a
warning of no protection in case of a disaster, or not having made the
necessary preparations (2 King 3:9).


SEATED


Justice:- Seat of
justice.


Word teacher:- Authority
to teach the Word (Mat 23:20).


Position of authority:-
Place of distinction (Mat 23:6, Mar 12:39, Luk 20:46). Position or place of
rank, influence or authority (Mat 23:2).


SECRET AGENT [spy]


Secret message:- Someone
not easily recognized therefore making an ideal messenger. It can therefore
represent a message from God delivered by an angel (Ps 91:11).


SEED


Word of God:-
It can represent the Word of God (1 Pet 1:23, Luk 8:11, 1 Pet 1:23, Mat 13:32).
Word of God, saints, faith, Christ, spiritual life imparted to a believer (Luke
8:11c).


Inheritance:-
Inheritance (Acts 3:25).


Reproductive substance:-
The substance which will enable the reproduction and growth of a business or
ministry (2 Cor 9:6, Gen 1:29).


Origin:- The origin of a
person, business or ministry (Ps 126:5, 6).


Children:- Someone’s
children [offspring. Natural or
spiritual] (1 Cor 15:38).


Multiplication:- An
initiative or contribution, made with the expectation of it yielding multiple
fruit (Ecc 11:6, Joh 12:24, 1 Cor 15:38).


Worldly initiatives:-
Initiatives undertaken in the flesh [worldly initiatives]
which will yield no fruit (Mat 13:4-7).


- Maize Seed [maize]


Peace and plenty:- It
can indicate peace and plenty (Zech 9:17, Luke 8:11), or represent a promise of
that which is to come.


Word of God:-
It can represent the Word of God (1 Pet 1:23, Luk 8:11, 1 Pet 1:23, Mat 13:32).
Teaching of the Word of God which is the seed which will provide a bountiful
harvest (Rom 9:29, John 12:24, Mat 9:37). The Word of God [spiritual
life] that is in, or being imparted to, a believer (Luke 8:11). An
evangelistic ministry where people are equipped to receive and understand the
Word of God (Prov 11:18, Gal 6:8).


Inheritance:- Can also
refer to your inheritance [the ability, or resources, to
provide for you spiritually, emotionally or physically] (Acts 3:25).


Self-effort:- It can be
a warning against doing too much out of your own power and to rather submit to
the Holy Spirit (Gal 6:8, Zech 4:6).


Source:- Shows the
substance which will enable the duplication and growth of a business or
ministry (2 Cor 9:6, Gen 1:29). Can point to the origin of a business or
ministry (Ps 126:5, 6).


Initiative:- It can be
an initiative, or contribution, which is made with the expectation of it
yielding multiple fruit (Ecc 11:6, John 12:24, 1 Cor 15:38).


Unfruitful:- Initiatives
originating from the flesh [worldly initiatives] and
which will not yield any fruit (Mat 13:4-7).


SEIZURE


Demonic attack:- An
epileptic seizure [fit] was likened to demonic
oppression and could thus represent the presence of an unclean spirit that
tries to cause or to hurt yourself (Mark 9:21-22).


SELF RAISING FLOUR [leaven]


Explosive growth:- It
can show the explosive growth potential of the kingdom of God (Mat 13:33).


Destructive influence:-
It can show that a destructive influence has secretly penetrated or


Infiltrated your workplace or ministry, corrupting and
perverting moral behaviour (1 Cor 5:6, Mat 16:6, 11, Mar 8:15, 1 Cor 5:7, 8).


Religious spirit:- It
refers to hypocrisy, and a religious spirit that is detrimental to the
congregation (Mat 16:6-12, Mar 8:15, Luk 12:1).


SEMEN


Seed of life:- It can
refer to the insemination of an issue [seed],
project or situation (Heb 11:11).


Being fulfilled:- That
which is planned can now go into fulfilment, but will still take some time
before it is seen in the natural (Ezr 9:8).


Defilement:- A nocturnal
emission was seen as defilement, with instructions for such a person to be
cleansed with water before he could return to the camp (Lev 15:16).


SERPENT[snake]


Subtle and wise:- Subtle
and wise, perceptive observation (Gen 3:1, Ecc 10:8, Mat 10:16, 18).


Authority over evil:-
Authority over the evil one (Luk 10:19).


Demonic presence:-
Warning of the presence of satan and his demons.


Seduction:- Warning
against seduction or the presence of the seducer (Luke 10:19), deceiving
temptation (Gen 3:1).


Deception:- Subtle,
cunning, crafty (2 Cor 11:3, Gen 3:1, Rev 9:19). Deceiver, intellectual
deception (John 8:44). Lying (John 8:44).


Irrationality:-
Irrational and unaccountable person (Gen 3:14).


Curse:- Can represent a
curse or a cursed person (Gen 3:14, Gen 3:15, Gen 49:17).


Degraded:- Degradation
(Is 65:25, Mic 7:17).


Slander:- Accuser,
infectious, lying, defamation, slandering, hatred, backbiting, tale-bearing,
evil-speaking (Ps 140:3, Jer 8:14, Job 20:16, Rom 3:13), deadly, malicious,
anger. Harmful, distressing, annoyance (Is 14:29).


Disobedience:- Not
prepared to listen to wise advice (Ps 58:4). Spirit of disobedience and
contumacy, hypocrisy (Prov 40:19).


Despised:- Represents
something or someone that is despised (Gen 4:14).


- Bronze serpent


Divine healing:-
Represents a promise of divine healing by the power and grace of God if you
lift your eyes in dependence to God Almighty (Num 21:8, 9, John 3:14) [the serpent signifies Christ in the likeness of sinful flesh,
though without sin, as this brazen serpent has the outward shape, but not the
inward poison of live serpents. The pole resembled the cross upon which Christ
was lifted up for our salvation. Looking up to it designates our belief in
Christ].49


- Brown serpent


Carnality:- This colour
represents carnal and worldly activities.


Spiritual death:- And it
points to someone who is spiritually dead and acts on worldly and fleshly
impulses focusing on own interests and personal gain.


Laziness:- It can also
point to laziness and physical inactivity (Prov 15:19).


- Black serpent


Famine:- Black is a
symbol of famine and mourning (Jer 4:28, Jer 8:21, Mal 3:14) therefore it can
represent an attack on your finances, business, career or body (Ps 58:4, Prov
25:32).


- Black and white serpent
[or spotted]


Intellectual deception:-
Deafness, [spiritual deafness] not prepared to
listen, intellectual deception or religious spirit (Ps 58:4).


- Emerald green serpent


Deception in finances:-
Can be a warning that you are being betrayed or cheated in your finances.


Unease of mind:- It can
refer to something that steals your peace of mind (Gen 37:23). Beware not to
trust in money and earthly riches.


- Fleeing from poisonous
serpent


Deliverance:-
Deliverance, showing that God has power over the devil (Ex 4:3, Ex 7:15).


- Golden serpent


Idolatry:- Can represent
idolatry, apostasy and rebellion where people are misled by giving satan
recognition as a being with divine authority (Deut 32:33, Job 20:14-16, Ps
58:4).


- Green serpent


Immaturity:- Can show
immaturity, inexperience [green behind the ears], or
jealousy or envy [green with envy].


Irrational:- Someone who
is irrational and unaccountable (Gen 3:14).


Malicious:- Deadly,
malicious, anger, not prepared to listen to wise advice (Ps 58:4).


- Pale serpent


Death:- Symbol of being
sickly and dying on account of war, famine, pestilence, and wild beasts. It can
also symbolize the colour of death or the danger of death (Rev 6:8).


- Pale green serpent


Deception in finances:-
Shows the absence of the Holy Spirit or the works of God, in a financial
transaction (1 Tim 6:10). A caution that there will be an attack on your
finances, or fruitfulness.


Trusting in money:- A
call to honour the Lord with your finances as you are currently trusting in
money and riches and not in Him (Luk 14:16, Deut 8:18).


- Python [monster]


Divination:- Someone
with a spirit of divination (Act 16:16, Ez 12:24).


Suffocating person:- or
an overpowering and suffocating personality.


Stifling the work of the Holy
Spirit:- A person or
circumstances, squeezing out the working of the Holy Spirit and/or stifling new
initiatives (Acts 16:6, Hos 4:12, Jer 51:34).


- Rattlesnake


Demonic presence:-
Warning of the presence of satan and his demons.


Seduction:- Seduction or
seducer (Luke 10:19), a deceiving temptation (Gen 3:1).


- Red serpent


Deadly enemy:- A deadly,
aggressive and malicious enemy (Luk 10:19, Rev 12:9).


Deception in relationships:-
Deception in relationships (John 8:44).


- Rosy red serpent


Wrong priorities:- Can
be a warning that God is not your 1st priority and you are not covered by the
blood of the Son (1 Cor 1:18). God loves you, He is your first love and
therefore He must remain your first priority (Ez 28:13, Matt 22:37)


- Serpent fleeing from you


Deliverance:- Can point
to the deliverance from a demon.


- Serpent fangs


Impending danger:- A
caution of impending danger, or someone intends to cause you physical,
financial or emotional harm [a wicked person] (Job
29:17, Ecc 10:8, Amos 5:19).


- Serpent bite [nashak]


Redeemed:- To be redeemed
from sin after repentance (Act 28:5, 6).


Unwise decisions:-
Making unwise decisions which can cause physical, emotional or financial harm [an unaffordable loan, high paying job with wicked employers, a
physical activity that you have not prepared for, drinking too much]
(Ecc 10:8, Is 14:29, Prov 23:32).


- Serpent in tree


Deception:- It can be a
warning that someone is trying to deceive you into doing something contrary to
the Word of God (Gen 3:1-6).


- White serpent


Self-righteous:- Can
represent someone hard, hypocritical, trusting in own abilities and with a
self-righteous attitude (Judges 5:10).


Stripped:- Stripped of
wealth and treasure (Joel 1:7).


Judgment:- Divine
judgment (Ex 4:6, 2 King 5:27).


- Yellow serpent


Backstabbing:-
Backstabbing. Malignant sin in wicked men, which is latent and infectious, much
like poison, deadly and incurable.


Verbal attack:- The
mischief which the tongue, a little member can cause is mischievous, full of
deadly poison, can kill, stupefy and make insensible, for example the teachings
and doctrines of false teachers (Ps 140:3, Rom 3:13).


Slander:- Accuser,
infectious, lying, defamation, slandering, hatred, deadly backbiting,
tale-bearing, evil speaking (Ps 140:3, Jer 8:14, Job 20:16, Rom 3:13).


SERVANT [employee,
slave]


Disciple: - Can
represent someone for whom you have to take responsibility to coach, mentor
and/or disciple (Col 3:23).


- Fellow worker


Task relationship:- A
fellow worker can represent someone with whom you are yoked [work or task relationship] but do not necessarily share
any particular interest with. It can also refer to a person who will assist you
in a ministry (2 Cor 6:14).


SEVEN [7]


Spiritual perfection:-
Fullness, perfection, spiritual perfection (Gen 4:24, Gen 28:25, Rev 1:12).


Purity:- Completeness
and purity. Thoroughly purified [seven-fold sprinkling]
(Lev 14:7, 16, 27, 51, Ps 12:6).


Sabbatical:- It can be a
call for a sabbatical (Ex 21:2).


Marriage feast:- A
promise of a celebration or marriage feast (Judg 14:12, Gen 29:27).


Victory:- The promise of
victory over a major challenge or obstacle (Josh 6:8).


Blessing:- Promise of
blessing and deliverance [the 7th year was the year of
liberty for slaves where the slates were wiped clean] (Deut 28:7, 25,
Job 5:19).


Sevenfold Spirit:-
It can signify the presence of the 7 spirits of God [the
sevenfold Holy Spirit] (Rev 1:4, Rev 3:1, Rev 4:5, Is 11:2).


Beautiful character:-
Someone with a beautiful character (Mat 5:3-9).


Completeness:- Seven is
made up of two significant numbers, 3 and 4 [4 = man, 3 =
God] joining man and God, suggesting completeness.


Day of rest:- Holiness
and rest [or day of rest - the 7th day].


Godly wisdom:- Can show
receiving wisdom that is from above (Jam 3:17).


Sacred:- Something
sacred (Num 8:2, Zech 4:2).


Worthy:- Someone worthy
(Ex 22:30).


Oath:- An oath [to swear an oath] (Gen 21:29).


Graces:- The 7 graces to
be added to faith (2 Pet 1:5).


Idolatry:- Ancient
Egyptian number [symbol] of eternal life. It
symbolized the dynamic perfection of a complete cycle. It was the number of the
worship of Apollo - the sun god. It also signifies the 7 heads of the “beast” representing
rebellion against God (Deut 1:25).


Abomination:- 7
abominations (Prov 26:25, Prov 6:16). 7 evil spirits (Mat 12:45, Luk 11:26). A
beast with 7 heads (Rev 18:1).


Suffering:- 7 forms of
suffering (Rom 8:35). 7 angels bringing the 7 last plagues (Rev 15:1) and 7
golden bowls filled with the wrath of God (Rev 15:7).


SEVENTEEN [17]


Inheritance:- Can show
that you will receive your rightful inheritance (Jer 32:8-9).


Immature:- Refers to an
immature person who is not ready to be released into ministry.


SEWAGE


Sin:- Sin and unwanted
things in a person’s life (Mat 15:17).


Worthless:- Something or
someone rejected as worthless or unprofitable (Jer 8:2, Job 20:7, Ps 18:42).


SEWING


United:- To unite or to
join [to bring into agreement] together (Ex 26:9,
Dan 11:6, Is 56:6, Jer 50:5). It can also show that different people are
brought together into a contract or covenant [cannot be
easily separated].


SEX


Intimacy:- Can represent
intimacy between a married couple (Heb 13:4).


Union:- Union and holy
love (2 Cor 13:12, 1 Thes 5:26, 1 Pet 5:14).

Covenant:-
The sealing of an agreement or covenant [marriage]
(Ps 2:12, Matt 26:49).


Biblical instruction:-
Can show receiving biblical instruction, worshipping God.


Reconciled:- Shows that
people have been reconciled (Gen 33:4, 2 Sam 14:33).


Spiritual idolatry:- To
lust after false gods [spiritual idolatry] (Ex
34:15, Job 15:35, Num 25:2, Deut 16:22).


SHADOW


Follower:- A supporter
or follower [inseparable companion] (Act 8:13).


Refreshment:- To find
refreshment in the shade (Ps 91:1).


Protection:- To be
protected [hidden by the shadow]. Promise of God’s
protection (Ps 17:8, Jonah 4:6, Is 4:6).


Secrecy:- Someone
suspected of wrongdoing or something secret (Gen 20:16, Prov 5:22).


Imperfect copy:- An
imperfect representation or copy of the real thing [something
that is not real] (Ecc 8:13).


Terror:- Terror [shadow of darkness] (Ps 23:4, Luk 1:79).


The law:- The Law.


Ignorance:- Ignorance
(Gen 21:26).


SHAKING HANDS [hands]


To greet:- To greet or
to welcome someone (Song 8:1, Gen 27:26, Gen 27:27, Gen 45:15, 1 King 19:20).


Friendship:- A sign of
welcome (Luk 15:20), or symbol of friendship, affection (1 Sam 20:41,


2 Sam 15:5, Gen 29:13; Luk 7:38, 45), love and Christian
brotherhood. (Rom 16:16, 1 Cor 16:20, 1 Thes 5:6).


Farewell:- To bid
someone farewell (Act 20:37).


Covenant:- Sealing of an
agreement or covenant [marriage] (Ps 2:12, Matt
26:49).


Reconciliation:- It can
also show that people have been reconciled (Gen 33:4, 2Sam 14:33).


Betrayal:- Betrayal (Mat
26:49, Luk 22:48, Mar 14:45). Can reveal a deceitful person (Prov 27:6).


SHAPES


Take caution when dealing with shapes as some occult groups also
use circles and triangles!


- Circle


Protection:- Surrounded
by the Lord’s protection (Ps 32:7, Ps 34:7).


Fellowship:- Fellowship
and inclusivity (Song 1:12).


Assembly:- An assembly
of people [group of people with like interests] (Jer
6:11, Jer 15:17).


Boundary:- Boundary or
border of influence (Gen 23:17, Ex 25:25).


- Triangle


Agreement:- Harmony,
grace and agreement (1 Cor 13:1-13).


Completeness:- Divine
fullness, completeness (Rev 1:4).


Skilful in spiritual warfare:-
Can show that the person is skilful and tactical in spiritual warfare (Judg
7:16, 20, Judg 9:43, 1 Sam 11:11, 1 Sam 13:17, Job 1:17).


Perfect unity:- Perfect
unity, the Godhead [the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit]
(Mat 28:19, Is 6:3, Josh 22:22, Ps 50:1).


One-world movement:- It
can represent the one-world movement [see triangle with the
3rd eye on the USA one-dollar note] and Freemasonry.


Worldly:- Spirit of
Egypt [worldly].


Disharmony:- It can show
that there is disharmony and disagreement in a certain matter (Prov 17:14).


- Square


God’s direction:- A
promise that you can rest in the direction and provision which the Lord will
give you (Dan 7:2, Jer 49:36, Ez 37:9).


Revival:- Promise of
revival (Ez 1:5, Dan 1:5, Dan 1:10, Rev 4:6 Prov 30:15, 18, 21, 24, 29, Amo
1:3,6).


Comprehensive:- Reign,
completeness of range, comprehensive extent [4 points of
the compass and the 4 phases of the moon and the title “king of the 4 quarters”
meant that their rule reached in all directions], meaning that you are
fully surrounded by God’s protection (Ez 40:47, Is 11:12, Ez 7:2, Rev 20:8).


God’s creation:- God’s
creative works represented in nature (Gen 2:10). Seasons [summer,
autumn, winter, spring]. Elements [earth, air, fire,
water]. Divisions of day [morning, noon, evening,
midnight].


SHAMPOO [washing
hair]


Returning to God:-
Moving back into God’s will. Returning to a position of honouring God. Restoring
honourable headship.


Ridding of sin:-
Symbolic of repenting of sin, getting rid of rebellion
and sin (2 Sam 14:26).


Relationship restored:-
Restoring the relationship with God, returning to His ways (Num 6:5, Act
18:18).


Presentable to God:-
Symbolizes the desire of a person to be more acceptable for the Lord. It can
also show that the person is doing away with sin and filth [fleshly nature] in his life (1 Cor 11:14).


Glory restored:- Hair
represents authority, covering and glory. A barbershop can therefore symbolize
a place where the glory of God , and your authority in Him, is restored (1 Sam
14:45, Rom 12:18, Job 39:12).


SHAVE [beard]


Healing:- It can signify
the end of a disease or sickness. Someone who was healed and is now ready to
resume normal life (Lev 14:9, Lev 21:5).


Disgrace:- Involved in a
disgraceful act, or things which cause the loss of God’s assistance and grace
(Is 40:31, Ps 29:11, Judg 16:17).


Weakness:- Sign of
weakness (Judg 16:17).


Mourning:- Someone in
mourning, or crushed in spirit (Is 7:20, Is 15:2, Jer 11:5, Jer 48:37).


Sickness:- Symbolizes
sickness or disease (Lev 13:29-33, Lev 14:9).


Authority swept away:-
Can also show the hand of God that sweeps away the unfaithful’s authority (Is
7:20).


SHARK


Greed:- A greedy person.


A cheat:- A fraudulent
person [a cheat] up to all kinds of tricks50.
Someone not to be trusted (Mat 11:12, Ez 7:22, Ecc 5:8, Ps 140:4).


Aggressive person: - It
can signify a very aggressive person, but one who keeps this under the surface
(Jer 38:3). Such a person will attack unexpectedly without any regard for your
feelings, hurting you severely (Gen 4:23, Rev 9:10).


SHED


Place of safekeeping:-.
Place of safekeeping and storage [can be spiritual or
physical] (Ezr 5:17, Ezr 7:20, Neh 10:38, Dan 1:2).


Place of rest:- It can
also represent a position or place of rest after completing your labour [or project] (Deut 28:8, 1 Chron 26:15, 17, Luk 12:24, Gen
41:56, 2 Chron 32:28, Ps 33:7).


SHEEP


True follower:- It
generally represents the children of God [a true follower
of Jesus] (John 10:3) and can point to innocence, meekness and
vulnerability (Zech 11:7, 11, 16).


Jesus:- Can represent
Jesus, the Lamb of God (John 1:29, 36).


Humble person:- A humble
person with a pure heart who is prepared to be obedient and to follow Jesus
wherever He leads (1 Pet 1:19, John 1:29).


Prepared to sacrifice:-
Someone who is prepared to pay the price for Jesus (Act 8:32). A symbol of a
sacrifice which is to atone for sin (Gen 22:8, Ex 12:21, Is 43:23).


Helpless person:-
Someone being victimized and oppressed, and unable to defend themselves (Jer
11:19, Zech 11:7, 11, 16).


Unsaved person:- It can
be an unsaved person ready to join the flock of Jesus Christ.


SHELL


Withdrawing:- Someone
who prefers to work on their own and either withdraws [ignore
others by withdrawing into his shell] when he encounters resistance or
has a different opinion (Prov 18:1).


Religious spirit:- Such
a person would seem burdened and legalistic, and unable to move beyond the
safety of their [legalist, religious or controlled]
environment (2 Cor 5:4).


SHEPHERD


Leaders:- Refers to the
leaders of a congregation, a community or city, state, country (Jer 23:3-4).


- Careless shepherd


Uncaring:- The appointed
shepherd or leader is not caring for his flock, resulting in discord, disunity
and failure. It is a warning to change their ways and take up responsibility or
it will be taken away and given to someone else (Jer 23:1-2).


SHIELD


God’s protection:- Shows
the Lord’s protection against accusations and the attacks of the enemy.


Faith:- It also
represents the Christian’s faith (Ps 91:4, Eph 6:16).


- Brass Shield


Purified faith:- Brass
is a purified metal thus it can represent purified faith (2 Chron 30:19).


Sinful lifestyle:-
Represents the judgment of wrongdoing and a sinful lifestyle (Lev 62:9, Rev
1:15).


- Golden Shield


Unmoveable faith:- A
person immersed in the glory of God standing fast in their faith (Eph 6:16).


















SHIP


Leadership:- Symbolizes
leadership (Is 33:21). The interpretation depends much on the type of ship.


Evangelism:- It can
signify an evangelistic move, church or ministry which takes a lot of time,
endurance and perseverance to establish.


Large ministry:- It can
also represent a business or large ministry. In many cases it is a place of
important decision-making that will impact the life of the person, church or
business for a long time to come.


- Battleship


Spiritual warfare leadership:-
This can symbolize a position of leadership in a spiritual warfare ministry
that will take place over a long period. It will require patience, endurance
and perseverance (Num 31:27, Deut 20:1).


- Black or dark battleship


Spiritual attack:- This
can be a warning that spiritual forces of darkness are preparing an attack
against you (Ex 15:9, Lam 1:10). You can expect this to lead to an extended
period of battle. It will require holding onto the Lord as never before (2 Cor
10:3-5). You will have to call on God to send His warring angels to protect you
with a wall of fire (Ps 91:11).


- Cargo ship


Business leadership:-
This can symbolize taking a leadership position in the business world, or point
to your extended involvement in an important or export venture. It can also
mean that you can expect to get access to resources in the near future (2 Chron
9:21).


Worldly dependence:- Can
mean that you are continuously waiting for your “ship to come in”, meaning your
dependence on worldly resources. This is especially true when it is a poorly
maintained cargo ship (Rev 18:11).


- Hospital ship


Healing ministry:- It
can mean that you will be sent on an extended rescue mission, or it can
symbolize a church or a large ministry involved in a caring, healing and
deliverance ministry.


Restoration ministry:-
You will be involved in ministry to those who are wounded, helpless and broken
(Is 61:1).


- Holiday or cruise ship


Leisure:- This
represents leisure, rest and relaxation. You can expect a break in the
pressures of life and enter a period of rest and restoration (Josh 22:4). It
can literally represent a long holiday or vacation from business and ministry
activities.


Restoration ministry:-
If you are steering the ship it can mean that you will be involved in a rest
and restoration ministry or retreat (1 Kings 8:56).


Worldly influence in church:-
This can point to someone in the leadership of a church or ministry giving in
to worldly influences and pressure. The focus is more on entertaining people
than to do the work of God (James 4:3).


- Large ship


High leadership role:-
The Lord has prepared you for involvement in a large business, church or
ministry. You are warned to prepare yourself for a leadership role in this
enterprise.


Think big:- Think big
and expect to bring in a huge harvest for the Lord (Luk 10:2).


- Luxury liner


End-time gathering:-
This can show that God bringing together His children in a place of comfort and
protection in preparation for the end times. The vessel which will sweep you
into paradise has been prepared. You can live in the hope that the Lord will
save you in the same way that God saved Noah and his family (Gen 7:13).


End-time is near:- It
can indicate that the end of the world is near. Just as Noah and his family
were witnesses of the destruction of the world, you are warned that you will
also be a witness (Gen 7:23).


- Ship entering the
harbour


Point of breakthrough:-
This can show that your time of perseverance and patience is about to pay off.
You are close to reaching the goal or achieving the vision. Your business or
ministry is at the point of breaking through or you are at the place of safety
after a turbulent time. The time of harvest is near (Ruth 1:22, Job 29:4).


- Slave ship


Controlling spirit:-
Just as slavery represents a spirit of control or a religious spirit, you are
warned that the church or business or ministry you are involved in, are holding
people in bondage, misleading and manipulating them in order to stay in
control. You have to unshackle the chains as you are free in Christ (Gal 4:31,
2 Thes 3:1).


- Bow of ship


Something new:- The bow
is at the front and points to breaking into something new or to be at the
forefront of a new activity or project.


Future vision:- If you
are standing on the bow, it can symbolize looking into the future to get a
vision of what is waiting ahead (Luk 8:22).


- Wrecked ship


End to worldliness:- In
a positive sense it can actually show that your involvement in worldly activities
will come to an end and that you will submit to God in brokenness (Acts 27:41).


Worldwide business failure:-
The business, church, ministry or career of the person in leadership will come
to an abrupt end or run into difficulty.


Out of God’s
will:- It can also be a warning that you are no longer following God’s
Will for your life.


Sin that leads to destruction:-
It can also be a warning that if you will not stop your involvement in sin you
will come to destruction (2 Pet 2:1).


SHIRT


Righteousness:-
Righteous covering. Someone with a righteous heart teaching the Word of God
(Eph 6:14).


- Wearing only shirt


High risk:- Curiosity,
talking but not doing the Word, being at the wrong place, high risk, potential
to lose your money in a business deal (Mark 14:51-2, John 21:7, Mic 1:8, Is
20:2-4).


Trusting worldly abilities:-
Shows someone who trusts in worldly and personal abilities in his preparation
for ministry (Ps 147:10). [the legs represent strength and
if they are uncovered the person is not being guided by the Holy Spirit. It
shows self-sufficiency and independence].


- Wrinkled shirt


Undealt with past hurts:-
Someone who has not dealt with past hurts and is thus not teaching the Word
freely and in righteousness and who can therefore not do justice to the work of
God (Ps 105:21).


- Without shirt


At ease:- To be at ease,
and free from trouble, affliction, and persecution (Song 5:3).


Off-guard:- Carnal ease
and rest, to be caught off guard (Neh 4:23)


Temptation:-
Shamelessness and temptation (Gen 39:12).


Unrighteous:-
Unrighteous and legalistic behaviour (Acts 15:5).


Business failure:-
Losing vast amounts of money in business deals.


SHOES


Missionary calling:-
Prepared to become a missionary and willingness to spread the Gospel [word of God](Eph 6:15).


Equipped for your calling:-
Also show being ready and prepared for a particular task [equipped
to walk all the way] (Luke 7:38, Matt 3:11).


Respect:- Respect and
holiness (Gen 14:23, Mar 1:7, Ez 16:10, Is 9:5)


- Brown shoes


Religious spirit:- A
formal person, prone to legalism and a religious spirit (James 1:26).


- Combat or heavy boots


Called for spiritual warfare:-
Can show being equipped and prepared for spiritual warfare (1 Tim 1:18, 2 Cor
10:4).


- Loafers


Relaxed:- Represents a
person who is at ease and relaxed, or someone who is equipped to spread the Gospel
but is loafing around1.


- New shoes


New ministry:- It can
represent preparation for a new way of evangelisation or to spread the Gospel1.


- School shoes


Teaching calling:-
Calling to a teaching ministry or to be a teacher [walking
on school grounds].


- Shoes fitting together


Fitting Gospel:-
It refers to a fitting Gospel, when people are not only speakers but also
hearers and doers of the Gospel of Jesus Christ1.


- Shoes removed [barefoot]


Unwilling to evangelise:-
Unwillingness to spread the Gospel of Peace (Ex 3:5, Josh 5:15).


Mourning:- Represents a
person in mourning (2 Sam 15:3).


Obedience:- Faithful
obedience to the Lord (Is 20:2).


Submissive:- It can show
being relaxed and submissive in God’s presence [on Holy
Ground] (Ex 3:5).


Grieving:- It can
represent mourning, distress or humiliation, or a person who is deeply wounded
and grieving (2 Sam 15:30, Is 20:2).


Not equipped:- Can also
show not being sufficiently equipped for a task (Eph 6:15).


- Shoes too expensive


Inappropriate preparation:-
Shows not adequately prepared for a calling to spread the Gospel within a
particular community (John 7:6, Mat 20:23).


- Slippers


Gospel to your family:-
To be prepared for your role to promote the Gospel in your home and family (Rev
21:2, Eph 5:33).


- Snow shoes


Gospel to hostile people:-
Can point to willingness to take the Gospel into places where it is not welcome
[getting a cold reception].


- Steel-toed
boots


Gospel present to insulting
people:- Prepared to spread the Gospel to people who will insult you [step on his toes] but the Lord will provide the required
protection against the attacks of the enemy (2 Tim 2:21, 1 Cor 2:9).


- Tennis shoe


Prepared for lengthy
negotiations:- Points to a call to prepare for fairly long discussions
or competitions, where opposing people get the time to state their views and
make their point, whilst trying to outmanoeuvre each other (Prov 25:9).


SHOFAR [trumpet,
saxophone, cornet]


Call to the prophetic:-
Can be likened to a trumpet [or shofar] which is
widely used in Holy Spirit ministries and can therefore indicate a call to a
prophetic ministry and the flowing in the gifts of the Spirit (Hos 8:1).


Summoned to battle:-
Represents a warning that the enemy is in sight and the battle is imminent. To
be summoned and incited by God to go into battle to destroy the enemy (Zech
7:14).


Calling of sinners:- It
sounds an alarm to sinners, calls them to repent, proclaims liberty to the
captives and slaves of satan (Num 10:1-10).


Announcing a message:-
An announcement of a special [prophetic] message
from God (Neh 4:20). The voice of God can sound like a trumpet (Ex 19:16). The
sounding of the trumpet of the Gospel is God’s ordinance, and demands the
attention of all to whom it is sent56 (Num 10:1-10).


Preached gospel:- Can
represent the preached Gospel as it sounds an alarm to sinners, calls them to
repentance, proclaims liberty to the captives and slaves of satan, and gathers
the worshippers of God. It directs and encourages their heavenly journey, stirs
them to combat against the world and sin, encouraging them with the assurance
of victory. It directs attention to Christ’s sacrifice and shows the Lord’s
presence for protection.


SHOOT [a gun
or bow]


Slander:- Criticism,
gossip, witchcraft or slander (Eph 6:16, Is 54:7).


SHOTS [arrows]


Righteous words:- The
words of the righteous (Is 49:2). The Word of the Lord’s deliverance. Words of
direction.


Wrath of God:-
In Scripture, the arrows [Words] of God are the
apprehensions of his wrath. It pierces the conscience and pains the receiver
(Job 6:4, Ps 38:2).


Judgment of God:-
Figuratively speaking shots or arrows represent the judgment of God against His
enemies (2 Sam 22:15, Deut 32:23, Ps 18:14, Zech 9:14).


Children:- It can
represent your offspring, sons or children (Ps 127:5).


Evil words:- Slanderous,
fault-finding, rebellious words and malicious purposes of people with evil
intent against the righteous (Ps 11:2). Words of accusation, bitterness and
criticism (Ps 64:3). Enemy’s destruction and attacks (Num 24:8). Lies and
deceit (Jer 9:8).


SHOP [store]


Equipping:- It can
represent a place where a person or ministry can be equipped with skills,
materials as well as spiritual gifting and anointing, for their calling (1 Pet
4:11).


- Beauty shop


Rounded off:- A person,
business or ministry is being rounded off.


Character shaped:-
Character is being shaped in the image of God (Prov. 31:30).


Vain:- A vain person
impressed by worldly and fleshly things who is often proud and self-centred (Ex
33:5).


- Grocery shop


Equipped to teach the Word:-
A place where a person can be equipped for ministry to teach the Word of God
(Prov 4:2).


- Hardware shop


Equipped for church planting:-
It can represent the equipping of ministries for church planting and expansion
of churches and ministries.


- Liquor shop


Impairing judgment:- A
place where alcohol [impairs good judgment] is
acquired (Rev 18:3). It can therefore refer to people or circumstances that has
a negative influence over you.


- Retail chain shop


Equipped to establish
networks:- Can indicate that the Lord is calling you to establish a
network of ministries or congregations [take note of the
type of business for clues to the calling of the Lord].


SHOPPING COMPLEX


Group of churches:- It
can represent several churches grouped together [denomination]1.


SHOPPING CENTRE


Place of equipping:- It
can represent a religious training institution [or
institutions] where ministries can come for spiritual and natural
equipping (Luke 7:32).


SHOPPING BAG


Equipment for your calling:-
Take note of the brand and size of the shopping bag which will indicate whether
you have enough spiritual and natural equipment to use in your calling (1 Pet
4:11).


Teaching:- It can refer
to the most recent Word that you have received, spiritual revelation or
teaching that you have received.


SHORTS [underpants]


Basic covering:- Can
show basic [or the minimum] covering (1 Sam 2:18; 2
Sam 6:14).


Honouring God:-
Shows that you are holding on tightly to God. It can refer to abundantly
praising and honouring God (Jer 13:11), or to righteousness and faithfulness
(Is 11:5, Jer 13:11).


Prophetic garment:- It
is also a prophetic garment [Elijah] (2 Kings 1:8,
Mat 3:4, Is 20:2, Jer 13:1).


Self-sufficiency:- It
can be a caution of a self-sufficient and independent person who has a fleshly
approach towards ministry.


Not covered:- It can
also be a warning that the person is not covered by the Lord (Ps 147:10).


- Hairy or sack underpants


Sign of mourning:- A
sign of mourning, or a warning to prepare for mourning.


- Torn, lost shorts or
underpants


Stubborn-ness:- A
caution that the person is not holding on to God. It can also refer to
stubbornness wickedness and not obeying God, or point to worship of strange [other] gods (Jer 13:10, Jer 13:11).


SHOULDER


Burden removed:- To
remove a burden (Ps 81:6, Is 9:4).


Ranking:- To be given
rank, authority and rulership (Is 9:6, Is 22:22).


Support:- The person
will receive support [a shoulder] in time of need
(Neh 9:29).


Burden:- An accusation,
indictment or a heavy load (Job 31:36). Burden of idolatry (Is 46:7).


Stubbornness:- Points to
a stubborn person (Zech 7:11).


- Bare female shoulder


Sinful lure:- Can be a
warning that someone is trying to involve you in something sinful [seduced or tempted] or illegal (Ez 23:29, 2 King 21:9).


Freemasonry:- If the one
breast is also open, it can point to a person that is involved, or is the
victim of Freemasonry.


- Broad shoulder


Ability to shoulder the load:-
Ability to carry many responsibilities.


Compassion:- Shows that
the person has a compassionate heart, always ready and available to provide a
shoulder to cry on (Deut 30:3).


- Drooped shoulder


Discouraged:- Shows that
the person is discouraged [carries a heavy burden]
and depressed (Mat 9:36, Gen 27:46, Job 3:17).


- Key on shoulder


Bigger responsibility:-
It is a call [or warning] that the person will
receive more responsibility and authority [will hold the
key to the city].


- Left shoulder


Weakened by fleshly burdens:-
Can show being weakened by iniquities and fleshly burdens that inhibit free and
open movement (Ez 12:10).


- Right shoulder


Able person:- A strong
person [and personality]. Ability to carry many
responsibilities [personal strengths].


Compassionate person:-
Shows someone with a compassionate heart, always ready and available to provide
a shoulder to cry on (Deut 30:3).


SHOVEL [spade]


Selection:- To winnow
and sift the good from the bad (Is 30:24, Luke 3:17).


Preparation:- Unearthing
dirt and digging out weeds and thereby preparing the garden [your place of responsibility or work] to produce fruit [results, provision] (Prov 24:27).


Help ministry:- It is
used to dig for hidden treasure or to prepare the garden for cultivation, and
can therefore point to a help ministry or a construction type business.


Investigation:- It can
also point to a research or investigative project [or
deliverance ministry] which will uncover that which is hidden (Ez 16:37,
Ez 23:29).


SHOWER [bathroom]


Relief:- A break after a
long time of difficulty (Is 44:3).


Cleansing anointing:- To
be washed [cleansed] by the anointing of the Holy
Spirit.


Blessings- The blessings
of God coming upon you [be showered with] (Joel
2:23).


- Warm shower


Encouragement:- To speak
encouraging words to a person or to treat him in a way that improves his value
or worth1.


- Cold shower


Discouragement:- To
treat a person, or speak to him in such a manner that he becomes discouraged1.


SHRUB [without
leaves in desert]


Relying on man:- It can
represent a caution from the Lord that you are relying on your own or another
person’s [man’s] strength and not on the Lord (Jer
17:5-6).


Poverty curse:- It can
also be a warning that you are bringing yourself under the curse of poverty and
desolation, or that your works will come to nothing.


SICKLE


Harvest is ready:- The
harvest is ready for reaping (Deut 16:9, Joel 3:13, Mark 4:29).


Jesus’ return:- Can
represent Jesus Christ who is coming to gather His children (Rev 14:14).


Judgment:- Warning of
the judgment of God against an idolatrous and sinful person or people who will
incur the anger of the Lord if they do not change their ways (Rev 14:9).


SIDEWALK [pavement]


Established way:- It
symbolizes the path of life, unknown and movable (Ex 24:10, Prov 5:6).


Life’s path:- It can
also signify your life [your life’s path] (Ps 139:3,
Jer 6:16).


SIEVE


Selection:- Divine
sifting [sifting the good from the bad] (Is 30:28,
Luk 22:31)52.


SIGNS


Indicators:- Be
attentive to signs as they are indicators [or rules]
of where God wants to lead or use you (Hos 12:10).


- Detour


Change of direction:-
Change of direction that you did not expect.


Delays:- Warning that
you can expect delays and diversions in your career, ministry or business (1
Tim 3:15).


- Intersection


Place of decision-making:-
It is a warning that you are at a place where you will have to make serious
decisions which will influence the rest of your life.


Call to fasting:- It can
be a call to fasting, prayer and serious intercession for the Lord to guide and
lead you (Is 58).


- Stop sign


Stop involvement:-
Warning to immediately stop involvement in a particular activity [be guided by the other symbols to know exactly what is meant]
(Tit 1:11, Luk 12:29, Ez 3:27).


- Yield


Give way:- Give the
other person the right of way or preference [rather stand
back from the deal for now] (Heb 13:17, Rom 6:19).


SIGNATURE


Covenant:- Confirmation
of a covenant or agreement (Ps 2:12, Matt 26:49).


SILVER


Purity:- This represents
purity and testing (Prov 25:4) and shows that you have been purified and
cleansed from worldly and fleshly things (Prov 17:3).


Redemption:- It shows
that you have been redeemed by the blood of Christ and have passed the test
(Num 3:51).


Provision:- The
provision of God (Deut 14:25).


Difficulty:- It can be a
warning that you can expect difficult circumstances and that your faith will be
tested (Is 48:10).


Testing:- Purification
through fire [testing or difficult circumstances]
(Zech 13:1).


Greed:- It can also be a
warning against being greedy (Ecc 5:10, Deut 7:25), or the possibility of being
betrayed by someone you trust (Prov 26:23).


Knowledge:- Can refer to
knowledge that is tested against the Word of God.


Found wanting:- It can
show having been tested and found wanting (Is 1:22).


- Silver coin


Provision:- It can be a
promise that you will be provided with the purity and redemption knowledge [can also be revelation knowledge] to live out your
calling.


SINGING [song]


Worship calling:- A
calling to a worship ministry (Ps 95:6, Ps 138:2).


Celebration:- Joy and
celebration of victory (1 Sam 18:6, 1 Chron 15:16). Praising and worshipping
God (2 Chron 5:13, 2 Chron 7:6, 2 Chron 20:19), or having fellowship with Him.


- A new song


Something new:- Singing
a new song, meaning that you will be doing a new thing for the Lord [establishing something new or ringing in a new order] (Ps
33:3, Ps 40:3, Rev 5:9).


Idol worship:- Idol or
satanic worship (Dan 3:5, 7, Is 2:8).


Own power:- Can also
point to a person who is dependent on their own power and lives a fleshly [worldly] lifestyle (Amos 6:5).


SINUSITUS [see
also nose]


Unwise:- It can
represent poor discernment [lacks wisdom].


Pride:- It can also
point to pride in a person’s life (Jam 1:5, Prov 11:14).


SIREN


Summoned to battle:-
Represents a warning of approaching danger. To be attentive to the summons by
God to go into battle to destroy the enemy (Zech 7:14).


Calling of sinners:-
Sounding of an alarm to sinners, calling them to be awake, repent, proclaiming
liberty to the captives and slaves of satan51 (Num 10:1-10).


SISTER


Trusted person:- Someone
you trust or represent.


Character trait:- A
strength or weakness in your sister’s life that is also prevalent in your own.


Relationship:- A sister
can be seen as someone with whom you have a strong personal or spiritual
relationship [spiritual sister] (Gen 24:60). It can
also be someone whom you trust or look up to [someone close]
(Gen 4:8, Matt 5:22).


Rivalrous relationship:-
Can point to a rivalrous relationship [contention and even
hate] (Gen 4:8, 2 Sam 13:28).


SISTER-IN-LAW


Legal relationship:- It
can represent someone such as a colleague or business partner, with whom you
have a close and formal [legal] relationship (Gen
34:19).


Competitive relationship:-
Can point to a competitive relationship, such as with a colleague or business
partner, with whom you have a close and formal [legal]
relationship. It can also refer to a religious church or denomination1.


SITTING


Completion:- It can mean
that you have completed the task and can pause and reflect on what has been
completed and what lies ahead (Ps 110:1, Mat 23:6, Mar 12:39, Luk 20:46).


- Sitting on chair


Position of authority:-
Seat of justice. Authority to teach the Word (Mat 23:20). Place of distinction.
Position or place of rank, influence or authority (Mat 23:2).


- Sitting on floor


Humility:- Shows resting
in the Lord in meekness and humility (1 Pet 5:5).


- Sitting down


Authority:- Seat of
justice. Authority to teach the Word (Mat 23:20).


Position:- Place of
distinction (Mat 23:6, Mar 12:39, Luk 20:46). Position or place of rank,
influence or authority (Mat 23:2).


SIX [6]


Spirit of man:- This
number can be associated with the image and spirit of man [man’s
will, secularity] as man was created on the sixth day (Gen 1:27).


Fallenness:- Six is also
the number of sin and corruption in the book of Revelation (Rev 18:10) and can
therefore represent man’s fallen-ness and the labour.


Antichrist:- The number
of Nero, the star of David, the seal of Solomon and the number of the
antichrist (3 sixes 666) It represents the Beast.


Sexual sin:- 6 were also
dedicated to Venus, Aphrodite [the goddess of physical and
sexual love] and in the Hindu religion the hexagram [6 sides] represents the sexual act.


Imperfection:- It is
also the note of imperfection (Gen 14:14, Gen 15:2).


SIX AND SEVEN [6
& 7]


Delivered:- Delivered
from trouble (Job 5:19).


SIXTEEN [16]


God’s character:- Refers
to a person who represents the character of the Lord [pure,
free and in submission to God].


SKATES [roller
skates]


Skilful endeavour:-
Skates are normally used by younger people doing risky, acrobatic and skilful
things requiring a good sense of balance, orientation and flexibility.


Risky venture:- It can
therefore mean involvement in a risky venture which will require all your
natural and acquired skills and attention, in order to succeed (Dan 1:17, Dan
8:25).


SKATEBOARD


Skilful:- Normally used
by younger people doing risky, acrobatic and skilful things requiring a good
sense of balance, orientation and flexibility.


Risky venture:- It can
therefore be associated with involvement in a risky venture which will require
all your natural and acquired skills and attention in order to succeed (Dan
1:17).


Caution:- Can be a caution
against rebellion, or a rebellious nature (Dan 8:25).


SKELETON [bones]


Lost hope:- Dead,
without a covering (Ez 37:3). Hope is lost, not expecting to be rescued (Ez
37:1, 11).


Spiritual dryness:- It
can also show a period of spiritual dryness (Eph 5:14) or point to the
spiritual death of someone who has hardened their hearts against the message of
Christ (Heb 6:1).


Death:- It may even be a
warning of imminent natural death (Judg 3:25).


End:- Skeleton bones can
point to the end of an undertaking or personal or religious relationship.


- Skeleton’s hand


Powerless:- It can be a
warning that you should not be slack in the work of the Lord (Zeph 3:16), or
represent a powerless person with little faith, authority and strength (Deut
34:12).


SKIING


Relying on the Spirit:-
It can represent a business, ministry, person or project which is powered and
directed in full reliance on the Holy Spirit.


Holy Spirit
guidance:- It means that the Holy Spirit is guiding and leading the
person’s life (Zech 4:6; Ps 18:10).


SKIN [animal]


Protected:- Shows being
protected from exposure and physical risk.


SKIRT


Jesus’ covering:-
Spiritual covering by Jesus Christ in your walk [in
business, ministry, etc.]. Not merely depending on own strength in
ministry.


Truth:- Girded by the
belt of truth (Eph 6:14).


- Without skirt [lack of]


Own strength:- Trusting
in worldly and own strength in your preparation for ministry (Ps 147:10).


SKULL


Authority lost:- Dead,
without a covering (Ez 37:3). Authority and hope is lost and the person does
not expect to be rescued (Ez 37:1, 11).


Mind-set of affliction:-
This can symbolize thoughts [mind-set] of affliction
and calamity (Job 3:5).


Submitted to the unrighteous:-
Submitting to an unrighteous authority (Ex 29:9).


SKUNK


Unacceptable sexual behaviour:-
As it represents a bad smelling animal, it can show that the person is involved
in sinful and/or unacceptable sexual behaviour.


Poor spiritual discernment:-
It can also show someone who does not have any spiritual discernment (Lev
26:31, Is 3:24).


SKY [clouds]


Trial passed:- Shows
that the period of trial and tribulation has passed and that you will enter a
period of peace and calm (Ps 85:10).


- Clear sky [no clouds]


Trial passed:- Shows
that the period of trial and tribulation has passed and that you will enter a
period of peace and calm (Ps 85:10).


SLAVE [servant,
awl]


Controlling spirit:-
Just as slavery represents a spirit of control or a religious spirit, you are
warned that the church, business or ministry you are involved in, are holding
people in bondage, misleading and manipulating them in order to stay in
control. You have to unshackle the chains as you are free in Christ (Gal 4:31,
2 Thes 3:1).


SLEEP [asleep]


Resting:- Resting or
inactive, refreshment, resting in the Lord (Ps 127:2).


At peace:- To be at
peace. Unconscious of what happens around him.


Spiritually asleep:- Not
understanding divine things. Conformed to the world. In a figurative sense it
can show death or to be spiritually dead (Deut 31:16, Job 14:12, Mat 9:24, Mar
5:39, Luk 8:52, John 11:11, 12, 1 Thes 4:14).


Thoughtless:- To live
thoughtlessly, to be careless, inattentive or unconcerned, not vigilant (Mark
13:36).


Lazy:- Sluggishness [a very lazy person] (Eph 5:14, Prov 6:9, Prov 6:10).


Unemployed:- To be
unemployed.


- To oversleep


Missing opportunity:-
Warning that you will miss an important opportunity if you are not diligent (1
Sam 25:15).


SLIDE


Easy going:- A promise
that even though the going seems to be very tough at the moment, reaching the
top is almost there and then you can expecting smooth sailing [easy way down] (Mat 11:30, Jam 3:17).


SLIME


Caught in sin:- Going to
places that the Lord does not approve of, or being caught in sin (Gen 14:10.


SLIPPERS


Gospel to your family:-
To be prepared for your role to promote the Gospel in your home and family (Eph
5:33).


SMELL


- Good smell


Purity:- Can indicate
that the person is acting in righteousness, purity and integrity (Ex 29:41, Gen
27:27). A clean fresh pure smell.


- Bad smell


Demonic presence:- Can
indicate involvement in sinful activities, or point to a demonic presence (Prov
25:26, Mark 8:38). Normally an unpleasant or putrid smell, sometimes like an
old fire or rotten eggs.


SMILE [laugh,
teeth]


Friendly:- The heart of
a friendly and righteous person. Righteous speech (Prov 16:13).


Truthful:- Truth (Prov
12:19).


Worship:- Worship,
calling on God to be heard (Ps 17:1).


Grace:- Speaking grace,
peace and thanksgiving.


Deception:- Falseness,
deception and unrighteousness (Is 29:13; Mat 15:8).


Flattery:- Flattery and
seduction (Ps 12:2, Ps 12:3, Prov 7:21).


Contempt:- Mocking,
contempt, scornful face [“to shoot out the lip”] (Ps
22:7).


SMOKE


Anointing:- The
anointing and presence of the Lord in the form of a cloud or smoke (Ex 19:18,
Titus 2:14, 1 John 3:2-3, Rev 8:3-4, Rom 8:34, Is 6:3-15, Is 42:3, Matt 12:20,
Rev 8:4, Prov 10:26).


False presentation:-
Warning of deception and false presentations [smokescreen]
(Prov 10:26, Eph 5:6).


- White smoke [frankincense]


Prayers:- Spiritual
purity, prayers ascending to the throne of God (Titus 2:14, 1 John 3:2-3, Rev
8:3-4, Rom 8:34).


- Black smoke


Deceptive spirit:- It
can represent the presence of an evil and/or deceptive spirit or negative
atmosphere (Gen 19:28).


SMOKE FROM NOSE


Indignant:- The person
feels indignant, or it can also represent the indignance of the Lord towards
sin (Ps 18:8, 2 Sam 22:9, Ex 19:16).


SMOKING


- Smoking cigarette [cigarette]


To offend:- Can be
associated with a person that is offensive or is offending a person with
attitude or words.


Unspiritual person:-
Represents an unspiritual person still in submission [enslaved]
by worldly activities (Tit 2:3, 2 Pet 2:19).


Not trusted:- It can
also show that the person’s words cannot be trusted [empty
and not genuine, smokescreen] (Ps 58:3, Ps 62:4).


- Smoking cigar


Arrogance:- Cigars are
often smoked by arrogant and self-righteous people who look down on others (Mal
3:15). A caution that the person is haughty and needs to repent and renew their
mind to become more humble (1 Sam 2:3).


Achievement:- Men would
often smoke a cigar when they reach a major achievement or have a child. It can
therefore be associated with reaching a milestone or major achievement.


- Smoking a pipe


Intellectual:- This is
often linked to an elderly person, a farmer or an intellectual person and would
thus point to someone who is fairly relaxed, wise and intellectually stimulated
(1 Thes 5:23, 2 Cor 13:11).


Success:- This can also
be a reflection that the person has achieved his objective or managed to
achieve success against many odds.


SMOKING FURNACE


Judgment:- Warning of
the destruction and judgment of God brought down on unrepentant sinners (Gen
19:28).


Trouble:- Trouble and
affliction (Gen 15:17, Deut 4:20).


SMS MESSAGE


Direct message from God:-
A direct and urgent message from the Lord (1 John 1:5) [take
careful note from who the sms comes from as it will give you a clue as to what
the message means].


SNAIL


Caution of miscarriage:-
A warning of the danger of a miscarriage (Ps 58:8).


Legalism:- Can represent
a person that prefers to work on their own and either withdraw [or ignore others by withdrawing into his shell] when he
encounters resistance or a differing opinion (Prov 18:1). Such a person would
seem burdened and legalist and would seem unable to move beyond the safety of
their [legalist, religious or controlled]
environment (2 Cor 5:4).


Withdrawn:- It can
represent a person who has withdrawn into himself and is not prepared to deal
with day to day issues [feels that if he ignores it, it
will go away] (Jer 15:17, Is 63:3).


SNAKE [serpent]


[See serpent]


SNARE


Trap:- It can be a
warning that the enemy is setting a trap for you (2 Tim 2:26), or represent
temptation (1 Tim 6:9).


Deception:- Warning of
deception (Oba 1:7).


SNOW


Predictable:- Shows that
someone is predictable or reliable [like snow in winter]
and will deliver what they have promised (Prov 25:13).


Promise delayed:- Water
is a symbol of the Holy Spirit and snow [frozen water]
can therefore symbolize the blocking or delay of the functioning of the Holy
Spirit. It can show that the Lord is holding back the promotion or a position
of authority [not revealing it] until the person has
adhered to certain spiritual principles or conditions [or
God’s timing] (1 John 3:2, 1 Pet 5:1).


Clean heart:- Can show a
clean heart [purity and righteousness] and being
cleansed from sin (Is 1:18).


Holding back:- To hold
something back [not revealing it].


Not trusted:- Shows that
someone is not welcome, or cannot be trusted [slippery].


Hurting words:- It can
also represent cruel or hurting words, untrue friends (Job 6:16) or a winter
season in person’s life (Ps 4:1, Act 27:7).


- Dirty snow


Sin:- Can show
uncleanness [sin] in a person’s life (Is 57:10, Tit
1:15).


- Snow on mountain


Blocking of the Holy
Spirit:- Water is a
symbol of the Holy Spirit, snow [frozen water] can
therefore symbolize the blocking or delay of the functioning of the Holy
Spirit.


Promotion delayed:- It
can show that the Lord is holding back promotion or position of authority, [not revealing it] until certain spiritual principles or
conditions have been adhered to (1 John 3:2, 1 Pet 5:1).


Predictable:- Shows that
a person is predictable [like snow in winter] and
will deliver what they have promised (Prov 25:13).


SOAP


Cleansing:- Cleansing
and refinement (Mal 3:2).


Repentance:- Call to
confess and repent of your sins.


Cleansing without confession:-
Can point to an attempt to get rid of sin without confessing and repenting
before the Lord (Jer 2:22).


SOCKS


Not fully prepared:- Can
show that the person is not fully prepared to become a missionary or willing to
spread the Gospel of peace (Eph 6:15, Ex 3:5, Josh 5:15).


Stubbornness:- A caution
that the person is not holding on to God. It can also refer to stubbornness
wickedness and not obeying God, or point to worship of strange [other] gods (Jer 13:10, Jer 13:11).


- Black or dirty socks


Wrong motives:- It can
point to a person preparing for ministry with the wrong motives.


- Socks without shoes


Not fully prepared:- Can
show that the person is not fully prepared to become a missionary or willing to
spread the Gospel of peace (Eph 6:15, Ex 3:5, Josh 5:15).


- White socks


Righteous motives:- It
can point to a person preparing for ministry with the correct [righteous] attitude and motives.


SOFA


Relaxed:- A sofa is a
place where you can rest and are feeling comfortable and probably involved in a
very relaxed and personal conversation.


Quality time:- It can
therefore show that you are feeling very comfortable and relaxed and that you
have a very intimate and relaxed relationship with the Lord [you spend a lot of quality time with Him] (John 3:29, Ps
25:13).


Intimacy:- It can also
be a call from the Lord to a more relaxed and intimate relationship with Him.
He is longing to talk to you (Jam 4:4, Prov 6:22, Ez 3:22).


SOIL [sand,
gravel]


Striving:- Soil
symbolizes that which is lowly and empty and requires striving and hard work to
produce a living from which to eat and stay alive (Is 29:4, Is 47:1).


Place of punishment:-
Can be equated to the place of punishment for the fallen-ness and sin of man
(Gen 4:12, Jer 14:4).


- Fallow soil


Fertile place:- Fallow
soil can symbolize a fertile place where you can be established and prosper
(Jer 4:3, Ez 26:16).


Place of calling:-
Having a good understanding of your calling and where God wants to use your
skills (Mat 13:23).


- Clay soil


Vulnerability:- Reminder
that you are vulnerable and of a passing nature (Job 13:12, Job 10:9), and that
you should not be proud [arrogant] or think that you
can do things separate from God (Is 29:16, Is 45:9).


SOLDIER [warrior]


Protecting angels:- It
can be the presence of angels appointed to guard and protect you (Prov 2:8, Luk
11:21).


Intercessor:- Symbolic
of an intercessor with a calling to stand in the gap for a person, a city or a
ministry (Ez 38:7, 1 Tim 5:21).


Demon:- It can indicate
the presence of a demon and is therefore a call to spiritual warfare (Luk
10:19, Mat 13:39).


SON [child]


Disciple:- It can refer
to someone whom you are discipling or who is looking up to you as a spiritual
father or mother (Rom 1:7, 1Cor 1:2, 3, Gal 1:4, Is 9:6, Prov 1:8).


Inheritance:- Your
inheritance, your calling which is being brought to fulfilment. Believers are
called God’s sons (John 1:12, Rom 8:16, Mat 6:4, 8, 15, 18, Mat 10:20, 29).


SONG [singing]


Celebration:- Joy and
celebration of victory (1 Sam 18:6, 1 Chron 15:16). Praising and worshipping
God (2 Chron 5:13, 2 Chron 7:6).


- A new song


Something new:- Singing
a new song, meaning that you will be doing a new thing for the Lord [establishing something new or ringing in a new order] (Ps
33:3, Ps 40:3, Rev 5:9).


Idol worship:- Idol
worship (Dan 3:5, 7, Is 2:8).


Own power:- Can also
point to a person who is dependent on their own power and lives a fleshly [worldly] lifestyle (Amos 6:5).


SOUP


Mixed:- It can point to
a situation that is mixed up and not clear (Act 19:32).


Sustenance:- It can
point to the satisfaction of physical [or spiritual]
hunger (Gen 25:29-34).


SORCERER [magician]


satanic influence:- It can point to
deception, satanic influence, a familiar spirit, divination, spiritism, the
false Jesus or the presence of the anti-christ (Mal 3:5, Rev 21:8, Rev 22:15).


SOUTH [directions]


Peace and quiet:- Peace
and quiet from the Lord (Job 37:17). Assurance that you are fulfilling your
purpose (Act 27:13).


People saved:- Many
people will be saved (Is 41:18).


Desert experience:- A
dry and deserted place. It shows someone in a “desert experience” experiencing
drought in their spiritual and/or business life (Act 8:26).


Trying time:- It can
also show facing a period of trial and testing (Job 37:9).


- South wind


Peace:- Peace and quiet
from the Lord (Job 37:17).


Powerful confrontation:-
Whirlwinds normally come from the south, symbolizing a powerful confrontation
(Ps 78:26).


SOW [female
pig]


Ignorance:- Ignorance,
hypocrisy, religious unbelief or an unclean person (Is 66:3, Mat 7:6)53.


SOW [seed]


Spreading the Gospel:-
Symbolizes the spreading the Gospel of Christ, or investing in spiritual
investments [spiritual seed] (Gal 6:8).


Investment:- Can also
show investing in the right type of business or an investment which will yield
an abundant return.


SPACECRAFT [flying
saucer]


Supernatural:- This is
something new or out of the ordinary and in the supernatural realm and can
therefore point to a miracle and/or supernatural event that can be expected
(Heb 2:4).


Call for fasting and prayer:-
In some cases it can be a call for fasting and prayer in order for miracles to
happen (Mark 9:29, Is 58).


Powers of darkness:- The
ominous presence of a spacecraft can signify the powers of darkness which are
functioning in, or from, the second heaven.


Divination:- Can show
divination and/or astrology [sun, moon and stars]
and the involvement of the occult (2 King 17:17).


- Dark spacecraft


Controlling spirit:- A
dark or black spacecraft, or one absorbed in darkness can point to a
manipulative spirit exerting control over others.


Religious spirit:- It
can also point to religious fleshliness that is not of God or to the presence
of the spirit of darkness (Eph 6:12, Luke 4:14-19).


- Green spacecraft


Green is normally associated with fruitfulness and financial
reward therefore this can point to a financial miracle or supernatural and abundant
provision (2 King 4:2-7).


SPADE


Help ministry:- It is
used to dig for hidden treasure or to prepare the garden for cultivation, and
can therefore point to a help ministry or a construction type business.


Investigation:- It can
also point to a research or investigative project [or
deliverance ministry] which will uncover that which is hidden (Ez 16:37,
Ez 23:29).


SPARROW


Of little value:- It
refers to something small and of little value (Jer 6:23, Ps 102:7, Mat
10:29-31).


SPEAR


Prepared to fight:-
Shows readiness and preparedness to fight (2 Sam 23:8, 2 Sam 23:18).


Under attack:- To be
attacked by a jealous person (1 Sam 18:11, 1 Sam 19:10).


Bitterness:-
Representative of bitterness (Ps 57:4).


SPECTACLES


Prophetic revelation:-
To receive a visionary or a prophetic revelation (Deut 29:29).


Better understanding:-
Spectacles are used to see better it can show revelation or better
understanding about something that you have been struggling with (Ex 31:3, John
16:13).


Rely on own insight:- In
a negative sense a person using spectacles can show that he relies on his own
insights and abilities (Ps 49:20).


SPICES [see
the different kinds of spices]


Forming character:-
Reflects on how a person’s character is formed through the mill of life [when the spice is crushed, it sets its aroma free. It is an
allegory for people as well] (Ex 25:5, Ex 29:31).


Eastern religion:- It
can be a caution of an eastern religious influence [new
age, buddism] that is distorting the Word of God.


SPIDER


Setting traps:- Can
refer to someone who tries to trap others by means of temptations and snares
(Nah 3:4).


Witchcraft:- Witchcraft,
wickedness, sin and the Jezebel spirit (2 King 9:22, Rev 2:20).


Hypocrite:- A
hypocritical person spreading deception and false doctrine (1 Tim 6:3, Rev
2:20).


- Big hairy spider


Witchcraft:- A warning
of wickedness and witchcraft coming against you (Is 59:5).


- Black or red spider


Danger:- Dangerous [poisonous] person with false, suspicious, jealous thoughts
(1 Cor 3:3, Jam 3:14).


- Spider’s web


Hypocrite:- Can be a
caution that the person is a hypocrite.


Weak:- Something vain
and useless which will not be able to keep standing when challenged (Is 59:5,
Job 8:14).


Entrapment:- Can
symbolize entrapment (Job 18:10, Jer 5:26).


Trap of witchcraft:- As
a spider can be associated with witchcraft, the web can be seen as the trap of
witchcraft.


Frailty:- Frailty.
Futility of own works.


Trust in man:- Caught in
a situation where a person trusts frail people/things more than God (Job 8:14,
Is 59:5, 6). The patterns or outline of someone’s evil activities.


Snare:- Snare, lies or
setting a trap [to entangle] or trying to trap
someone with words (Is 59:4-5).


Confusion:- Web of ideas
which can create confusion.


Untrustworthy person:-
An untrustworthy person (Job 8:14).


SPIKENARD [nard]


Precious:- Something
very precious and valuable, it can be likened to the anointing of the Lord
(Mark 14:3-5, John 12:3; 5). Therefore it can show that the Lord is telling you
that you are precious and valuable to Him and that He was prepared to sacrifice
Himself [His life-blood] to save and anoint you.


Gratitude:- Speaks of an
appreciative person full of gratitude (Col 3:15, Ps 100:4).


Genuine:- Associated
with a faithful 46 [genuine and honest] person (Num
12:7, Neh 7:2).


Separation:- It is a
symbol of purification and separation from unbelievers (Deut 21:12, Luk 2:22).


Costly:- Nard represents
something very precious and valuable. It can also be likened to the anointing
of the Lord (Mark 14:3-5, John 12:3, 5). It can therefore show that the Lord is
telling you that you are precious and valuable to Him and that He is prepared
to sacrifice Himself [His life-blood] to save and
anoint you. It can therefore show that you can expect an increase in physical
or spiritual blessings (Gen 30:23, 24).


First Love:-
It can also refer to Jesus Christ as your first love. It can therefore also
refer to appreciation and thankfulness for what the Lord has done for you (Mark
12:30, Ps 100:4, Rev 2:4).


SPIT


Insult:- It is a caution
that you are insulting yourself through your [unwise]
actions (1 Sam 21:13, Deut 32:6).


Disgraceful:- It can
also refer to a disgraceful act (1 Sam 21:13).


SPORT [games]


Outmanoeuvring:- Playing
in sport can be an indication that you are, or will be, involved in a process
of outmanoeuvring someone else by means of good reasoning, debating, or
competing.


Wrestling with God:-
It can also represent a wrestling match with God, trying to understand what He
is saying, or which direction He is guiding you into (2 Tim 2:23, Jer 12:5, Job
13:3).


SPOTLIGHT


Take note of :-
Carefully take note of that upon which the light is shining as it would point
to whatever it is that God wants you to give attention to (Luk 11:36).


Missionary:- It can
indicate that the person [missionary] will bring the
Word of God [light] to where people do not know the
Lord [darkness] (2 Sam 22:29, Job 29:3, Ps 119:105).


SPOTS


Sin:- Something with
spots can indicate being soiled with sin or worldliness (Eph 5:27).


- Without spots


Without sin:- Without
spots [or blemishes] is reflective of a person that
is pure and clean before the Lord (Job 11:15, Heb 9:14).


SPRING [seasons]


Indwelling Spirit
of God:- Metaphorically
speaking it can be considered to be the indwelling Spirit of God, internal life
and future blessings, as well as the eyes of the earth (Song 7:4).


Source of life:- It
shows God as the source of life [a fountain that springs up
speaks of abundance and an overflow of blessings] (Gen 49:25).


Free access to the Holy
Spirit:- It is the
source of the [free] provision and salvation that
God gives. It is also the free access to the Holy Spirit which requires no
human effort to obtain (John 4:14).


- Dry spring


Drying up of financial
resources:- Caution that financial or spiritual resources have dried up
or will dry up.


Unfruitful:- Can also
point to a dry womb (Hos 2:3) and that the person has difficulty to bear
children.


- Opened spring


Opened spiritual eyes:-
Like Hagar in the wilderness you remain ignorant of the refreshment near you,
until God “opens your eyes” (Gen 21:19). It is not the spring, but your eyes,
that need to be opened.


- Water spring


Refreshment:- It is
refreshment from the Lord and a place of cleansing of sin and uncleanness (Zech
13:1).


Impurity:- Spirit of
impurity (Zech 13:2).


SPY [secret
agent]


Messenger:- Someone not
easily recognized therefore making an ideal messenger.


Angel:- It can therefore
represent a message from God delivered by an angel (Ps 91:11).


STARVATION


Not enough Word:-
Person is starved because of a lack of exposure to the Holy Spirit, the
teaching of the Word or reading of the Bible (Deut 8:3).


Laziness:- It can also
point to laziness and idleness in a person’s life (Prov 19:15).


SQUARE [shapes]


Fullness:- Fullness. A
promise that you can rest in the direction and provision which the Lord will
give (Dan 7:2, Jer 49:36, Ez 37:9).


Revival:- Promise of
revival that will burst forth (Ez 1:5, Dan 1:5, 10, Rev 4:6, Prov 30:15, 18,
21, 24, 29, Amo 1:3,6).


Comprehensive range:-
Reign, completeness of range, comprehensive extent [4
points of the compass and the 4 phases of the moon and the title “king of the 4
quarters” meant that their rule reached in all directions]. Meaning that
you are fully surrounded by God’s protection (Ez 40:47, Is 11:12, Ez 7:2, Rev
20:8).


God’s creation:- God’s
creative works represented in nature (Gen 2:10). Seasons [summer,
autumn, winter, spring]. Elements [earth, air, fire,
water]. Divisions of day [morning, noon, evening,
midnight].


Surrounded:- It can show
that you are being surrounded [imprisoned] by
iniquity, material completeness, worldliness [worldly
kingdoms] and the wisdom of man [the world power in
Nebuchadnezzar’s image was in gold, silver, brass and iron] (Dan 2:37,
Dan 7:3,Mat 13:19-23).


Ignorance:- Ignorance [earthly bondage] of a natural person (1 Cor 3:15, Dan 7:1,
Rev 4:6).


Punishment:- Punishments
(Jer 15:3, Ez 14:21).


SQUIRREL


Providing:- A person who
hoards sufficient provisions for difficult times (2 Chron 32:28).


Withdrawing:- A person
who is difficult to get to know as they would retreat quickly before you can
find out much about them.


High strung person:- A
nervous and anxious [high strung] personality (Luk 10:41).


STABBING [with
knife]


Separating:- Sharp,
penetrating, piercing between soul and spirit, joints and marrow, the inmost
recesses of the mind, thoughts and intentions, separating fleshly and spiritual
attitudes. (Jud 7:20, Heb 4:2-3, 12).


Revelation:- Revelation,
to reveal and to clear (Rev 1:16).


To hurt or humiliate:-
It can indicate someone who intends to cut, hurt, injure and humiliate another,
or who feels hurt, injured, rejected, betrayed or humiliated.


Malice:- Can symbolize
the tongue as a vessel of malice and dishonour (Ps 57:4, Prov 25:18). Words
that inflame, slaughter and bring discontent (Jam 3:6). Critical words,
persecution, evil intent, verbal attacks (Gen 27:40).


Warlike:- A fierce and
warlike attitude stirring others to war and discord.


Judicial power:- A
symbol of judicial power [God’s power and authority]
taking the lives of the condemned. (Ps 17:13, Rom 13:4, Zech 13:7).


- Knife used wrongly


Abusing the Word:-
To use a knife incorrectly can show abusing the Word of God [or interpreting it wrongly, false teachings] (Rev
2:15-16).


STACTA [a
spice]


Sacred perfume:- An
unknown spice used in compounding the sacred perfume (Ex 30:34).


Spirit of prophecy:- The
testimony of Jesus is the Spirit of prophecy (Rev 19:10).


Truth:- Truth with
mercy. Truth and salvation through Christ (John 14:6).


STADIUM


Evangelise large groups:-
It can be a call to an evangelistic ministry to large groups of people (Act
16:10).


Works made public:- A
warning that your works will be made public [to be seen by
a large number of people], shown at a public exhibition (2 Thes 2:3, 8,
Gal 5:19).


Gathering of saints:-
Can represent the gathering of the saints for a special event or occasion, or
to receive a special message from the Lord (2 Chron 3:1, Ps 106:47).


STAFF [sceptre]


Delegated authority:-
Shows authority to do the miraculous in Jesus’ Name (Ex 7:9).


Divine guidance:- It can
point to the divine guidance and gracious care of God (Ps 23:4).


Rulership:- The staff [rod] is a symbol of
sovereignty, leadership and rulership (Rev 19:15, Heb 1:8). [I took for myself two staffs the one I called “Favour,” and the
other I called “Union,” and I fed the flock] (Zech 11:7). Symbol of governance and rulership, ensigns of
sovereignty (Ps 23:4).


Oppressive ruler:- It
can also point to someone who manages [rules] by
force and oppression (Rev 2:27, Rev 12:5).


- Broken staff


Authority taken away:-
Shows that the person will be removed from a position of authority.


- Shepherd’s staff


God’s authority:- The
Lord’s authority and power (Ex 1:16, Ex 17:9, Ps 23:4).


STAGE


Setting the stage:-
Dramatic expression of a real life issue or an enactment of a real life
situation. It can also point to a stage that is set for a dramatic exposure of
your feelings and emotions (Col 1:26).


STAIRS [
ladder, steps]


Phases:- Moving up and
down stairs can show that you are moving from one stage in your life to another
[one step at a time]1. It is a caution that you
should wait on direction from the Lord and not to rush things


- Ascending stairs


Spiritual promotion:- If
you are ascending or moving up the stairs it shows that the Lord is promoting
you to higher levels of spiritual maturity in the spiritual realm [gifts of the Holy Spirit]. You will move without any
effort from yourself (2 King 2:14, 1 Peter 2:5, Gen 28:12).


- Descending stairs


Spiritual demotion:- Can
be a warning that you are moving to lower spiritual levels [legalism, traditionalism]. It is a caution for you to
spend more time with the Lord to maintain your level of spiritual maturity (1
Sam 13:11).


- Stair -
guardrail


God’s protection:- It
can be a promise of the Lord’s protection in a risky or dangerous situation (2
Thes 3:3).


Caution to be careful:-
Can be a warning for you to be careful as you may get into or be in a risky or
threatening situation (Is 8:7, Jer 42:19).


STAMMER


Mocking attitude:- A
mocking attitude, imitating those whom the person is looking down upon.


Pride:- A proud heart
(Ps 22:7, Is 28:11).


STAND [ING]


Unmoved:- Shows that the
person is not overwhelmed by the situation [standing his
ground and not giving in or giving up].


Uprightness:-
Uprightness and to be right in God’s sight, staying on a true and direct course
(Ex 15:26, Is 26:7, John 5:30, John 14:9).


STAR


Prominent person:- An
outstanding [movie star, sports star] person (1 Cor
15:41).


Descendants:- A promise
of many descendants (Gen 22:17).


A leader:- It can be
representative of a person [an apostle] who will
lead the next revival (Num 24:17), or it can represent a country [nation – see stars on USA and European Union flag each
representing a nation].


False gods:- Can be
representative of the worship of false gods (Act 7:43).


- Bright morning star


Jesus:- Symbolic Jesus
Christ (Rev 22:16).


End of days:- Dawning of
the glory of the latter days (Rev 2:28).


Messenger:- A messenger
announcing the coming of the Lord Jesus (Mat 2:10).


- Falling star


Backsliding:- Can
represent a person whose prominence will fade, or who is backsliding (Judg 1:6,
2 Pet 2:4). The fallen state of man.


Fallen:- A reminder that
satan has fallen from his position of glory in the presence of the Lord.


Turning away from God:-
It can also show that the person seen in the vision or dream is turning away
from the Lord (Rev 9:1, Rev 12:4).


- Wandering star


Selfish and worldliness:-
Can represent someone who does not settle in his principles or religious belief
system, wandering after selfish and worldly lusts (Judg 1:13).


STARVATION


Not enough Word:-
Person is starved because of a lack of exposure to the Holy Spirit, the
teaching of the Word or reading of the Bible (Deut 8:3).


Laziness:- It can also
point to laziness and idleness in a person’s life (Prov 19:15).


















STATION


Destination:- Arriving
at your destination or the place where the Lord wants to use you next (Acts
15:4).


Prepare for a journey:-
It can indicate that the Lord is preparing you for a journey or a new phase in
your life.


Safe place:- A place of
safety against the storms and the attacks of the world (Deut 12:10).


STATION WAGON [minibus]


Family ministry:- Used
for family purposes it can therefore be associated with involvement in a family
ministry. It can also point to guidance from the Lord that you have to invest
more time in your own family (1 Tim 5:8).


STATUE


Idol:- An image of a
person, animal or something [an idol] (Hab 2:18, Nah
1:14). Shows the vulnerability of an idol (Dan 2:34, Jer 51:17).


Idolatry:- Warning of
possible involvement in idolatry (Dan 3:15).


STEAK [solid
food, meat]


Deeper understanding of the Word:-
Sound and powerful teaching of the Word of God to the spiritually mature (1 Cor
3:2, Phil 3:15, Eph 4:4). A mature person doing the will of God.


Offering:- An offering
to the Lord (Ex 29:40, 41, Ex 30:9, Ex 40:29, Lev 40:2, Lev 5:11, 12, Lev
6:14-23, Lev 7:9-13, 37, Lev 9:17, Lev 23:13, 16, 17, Num 4:16, Num 5:15).


Spiritual maturity:-
Ability to distinguish between what is pleasing and what is provoking to God,
and that which is helpful and hurtful to your own soul. Ability to discern
between good and evil (Heb 5:14). A person who has arrived to a greater
knowledge of the Gospel mysteries than others. Capable to understand the more
mysterious parts of the Gospel, of searching into the deep things of God and of
receiving and digesting the more sublime truths of Christ. Does not reason
according to the dictates of the carnal or flesh, but according to the
Scriptures of Truth (1 Cor 2:6, 1 Cor 3:1, 1 Cor 13:11, Phil 3:15, Eph 4:4, Mat
5:48).


STEAKHOUSE [restaurant,
cafeteria]


Teaching the Word:-
A place where the Word of God is served [fed] to
people. Normally it is not the local church or ministry but in another location
(Ps 112:5-10, Matt 25:35, John 13:29).


STEEL


Strong person:- It can
illustrate a powerful and strong person who is not easily defeated (Dan 2:33,
40).


Harsh attitude:- To be
dealt with harshly (Ps 2:9).


Judgment:- Judgment and
destruction of sinful people (Rev 2:27, Is 48:4). It can point to person that
is stubborn and difficult to deal with (Is 48:4).


Afflicted:- Can show
that the person is struggling, severely afflicted and in difficult
circumstances (Deut 4:20, Ps 107:10, Deut 28:23, Deut 8:9).


Hypocrite:- It can also
be a hypocritical person with an unrepentant heart (1Tim 4:2).


STENCH [bad
aroma]


Sin:- Stench is
associated with sin in a person’s life (Ex 5:21).


Honouring the dead:-
Honouring the dead (2 Chron 16:14, Luk 24:1, John 19:39).


STEPS [ladder,
stairs]


- Ascending steps


Spiritual promotion:- If
you are ascending/moving up the steps it shows that the Lord is promoting you
to higher levels of spiritual maturity in the spiritual realm [gifts of the Holy Spirit]. You will move without any
effort from yourself (2 King 2:14, 1 Peter 2:5, Gen 28:12).


- Descending steps


Spiritual demotion:- Can
be a warning that you are moving to lower spiritual levels [legalism, traditionalism]. It is a caution for you to
spend more time with the Lord to maintain your level of spiritual maturity (1
Sam 13:11).


STEWARD


Faithful person:- It
refers to a faithful person. A person trusted with the life, property, ministry
or business of another person (Is 22:15, Gen 44:1, 4, 1 Pet 4:10).


Heir47:- It can also
represent someone who will be the heir [inheritance]
or the son of acquisition (Gen 15:2, Dan 1:11).


STICK


Righteous person:- It
refers to a righteous person appointed by God as His representative (Jer
23:5-6).


Tribe:- It can also
represent a tribe or people group.


Jesus:- Represents Jesus
as the source (Zech 3:8).


STOMACH [belly]


Strength:- Strength and
force (Job 40:16).


Spiritual centre:- A
person’s spiritual and emotional centre (Prov 20:27, John 7:38).


Sensuality:- It can also
point to sensuality and a person’s appetite (Phil 3:19) or the presence of
fornication and lust (1 Cor 6:13).


STOEP [veranda,
patio]


New phase revealed:-
Shows that you have arrived at the place where a new opportunity or phase in
your life will be revealed. It symbolizes the end of a season or period or
leaving a current one. It can show a new opportunity in business or ministry [the door of opportunity] (John 10:7, Rev 3:8).


New season:- You are at
a pivotal place or season in your life and can choose to move into a new
dimension. It is a promise that you are at the point where you can enter into
and access something new or a new phase in your life, or the opening up of a
way to leave a current situation.


Opening creative abilities:-
It can reflect an opportunity for a person’s creative abilities to be opened
up.


Jesus’ way:- Jesus
Christ is also referred to as the way and can thus show that Jesus is showing
you the way and it is a call for you to follow Him.


Future revealed:- As a
person can see far into the distance when they stand on a veranda it can
symbolize a place where the future is revealed.


Answer to questions:- It
can show that you will receive a prophetic word or Rhema Word, which will
answer many of your questions (Luk 19:4, 2 Sam 2:27, Is 40:5).


STONE [rock,
boulder]


Jesus:- Can represent
Jesus [strength], the Rock of offence against which
the spirit of darkness will be broken (Zech 12:3, Zech 14:4, 6-9, 13).


Landmark:- It can
symbolize a landmark, place or person of significance [magnificent]
(Mark 13:1, 1 Sam 6:18).


Costly:- Something great
and costly (1 King 5:17, 18, 1 King 7:9-12).


Holy Spirit:-
The Holy Spirit (1 Cor 10:4) or the Kingdom of Christ (Dan 2:34, 45).


Iniquities removed:- Can
be a promise that your iniquities will be removed (Zech 3:9).


Burdened:- It can show
being burdened with something (Zech 12:3, Zech 14:4, 6-9, 13).


Idolatry:-
Representative of an idol or idolatry (Deut 4:28, Deut 28:36, 64, Deut 29:17, 2
King 19:18, Is 37:19, Ez 20:32).


Stumbling block:- It can
also be a caution not to stumble when you are tempted [stone
of stumbling] (Is 8:14, Rom 9:33, 1 Pet 2:8).


- Black stone


Rejected:- It can show
suffering from rejection (Ps 118:22, Mat 21:42-44, Mar 12:10, Luk 20:17, 18,
Act 4:11, 1 Pet 2:4).


Hard hearted:- Someone
with a hardened [impenitent] heart (Ez 36:26).


- Corner stone


Grace:- Grace of God
(Zech 4:9). God will act on your behalf (Zech 10:4).


Jesus:- Jesus Christ as
the foundation of Christianity. The strength of Jesus (Acts 4:1, Ps 118:22).


- Pile of stones


Memorial:- It can be a
memorial pillar [to remember an important occasion]
(Gen 28:18-22, Gen 31:45-52, Josh 4:2-9, Josh 4:20-24, Josh 24:25, 1Sam 7:12).


- Precious stone


Preciousness:- Something
or someone precious (Ex 28:9-21, Ex 39:6-14).


Free-will offerings:-
Voluntary offerings (Ex 35:27).


Authority:- Authority (2
Sam 12:30, 1 Chron 20:2).


Blessed:- To be blessed
(Is 54:11, 12).


- Stone with 7 eyes


Jesus:- Jesus is the
Rock with 7 eyes meaning perfection in the Holy Spirit [the
7 fold Holy Spirit of God.] The 7 fold Holy Spirit of JHVH [Jehovah] (Is 11:2, Zech 4:10, Rev 4:5).


- White stone


Witness:- Witness to the
sealing of the covenant (Rev 2:17, Josh 24:25-29). Christ and the witness of
the Spirit (Rev 2:17).


- Name on stone


Saved from sin:- Your
name written on a white stone [Jesus] means to be
saved from sin, set free from judgment.


STORE [shop]


Equipping:- It can
represent a place where a person or ministry can be equipped with skills,
materials as well as spiritual gifting and anointing, for their calling (1 Pet
4:11).


- Grocery store


Equipped to teach the Word:-
A place where a person can be equipped for ministry to teach the Word of God
(Prov 4:2).


- Hardware store


Equipped for church planting:-
It can represent the equipping of ministries for church planting and expansion
of churches and ministries.


- Retail chain store


Equipped to establish
networks:- Can indicate that the Lord is calling you to establish a
network of ministries or congregations [take note of the
type of business for clues to the calling of the Lord].


STORK


Kind person:- The Hebrew
meaning of the word [stork means kindness] can point
to a person with a kind and devoted character (Zech 11:7, Jer 8:7).


Powerful person:- Can
represent a powerful person who is led by the Holy Spirit and is called to
announce the judgments of the Lord (Zech 5:9).


Worldly initiative:- The
mythical image of a stork delivering a baby can point to someone expecting a
worldly initiative to be established, pointing to a person with limited
spiritual insight (Heb 5:11).


STORMS


God overwhelming His
enemies:- A promise that God’s power will overwhelm His enemies as a
storm overwhelms an island (Is 29:6, Ps 107:28).


Time of difficulty:-
Time of trial, destruction and tribulation (Jonah 1:4, Mat 8:24, Mar 4:37, Luk
8:23, Act 27:18). Time of desertion, temptation, bodily affliction, persecution
and calamity (Is 25:4; Is 4:6).


God’s correction:- It
can also be a warning of the correction of God.


STORM CLOUDS [whirlwind,
clouds]


Approaching danger:-
Hostile and intimidating person [people], and/or
approaching danger (Jer 4:13, Ez 38:9, 16).


Spiritual change:- An
act of God to untwist your perverse nature and change you to a God fearing
person.


Christ’s return:-
Sometimes illustrates Christ’s return (Is 66:15).


Destruction of the wicked:-
Sudden destruction of the wicked (Ps 58:9, Prov 1:27, Is 17:13, Is 40:24, Is
41:16, Jer 30:23).


Evil presence:-
Sometimes referred to as the South-wind, it shows the presence of evil (Jer
25:32). Can signify calamity, distress and anguish (Prov 1:27, Is 5:28, Jer
4:13).


Sinful life:- Signifies
the fruit of a life of sin and vanity [twisted nature]
(Hos 8:7). To scatter and to make desolate [unusable]
(Zech 7:14). Sin (Is 44:22).


Judgment of false prophets:-
It can be a caution of the vengeance of God against false prophets who say
things to appease people and do not pronounce what is revealed to them by the
Lord (Jer 23:16-20).


STOVE [oven,
furnace]


Passionate prayers:-
Heat of passion in your prayers to God (Ps 39:3).


Purification and preparation:-
It can show that the Lord is purifying you so that you can do His work (Mal
4:1).


STRANGER [foreigner]


Spiritual message:- Can
speak of a spiritual message from God (John 18:36), or represent an angel that
was sent to bring you a message, or to minister to you.


STRAP


Bringing together:- It
is used bind things together (2 Sam 17:13, Jud 15:13) and can be likened to a
band of love (Hos 11:4). Shows strength in unity (Ecc 4:12).


Captive:- To be held
captive or held in bondage [to be afflicted] (Job
36:8). A snare and a trap [of sin] (Ps 140:5, Prov
5:22).


STRAW [hay]


Weak foundation:- Shows
that the person is building on a weak foundation [not on
the Word of God] (1 Cor 3:12-13).


Spiritual dryness:- It
can also show that the person is going through a dry period in his spiritual
life [winter season].


Discouragement:- Shows
that the person is severely discouraged and whose faith is as depleted as dried
grass [hay] and used as fuel for a fire [spiritually dead] (Mat 6:30, Mat 13:30, Luk 12:28).


- Burning straw


Destruction of the wicked:-
The wrath of God burning unclean works, pride and wickedness to stubble (Mal
4:1).


Period of testing:- It
can also represent a period of testing and trial, or show that you have a lot
of anger burning in your heart.


STREAMS


Holy Spirit:-
River of living water. The pure and Holy Spirit (Song 4:15), who proceeds from
the Father and the Son.


Pure Word:-
The Word of God if purely and faithfully preached, is clear as crystal,
conveying spiritual life to people (Is 33:21). Holiness and perfect knowledge
(Rev 2:1, Ez 47:1-12).


Joy and peace:- Heavenly
joy, pleasure, peace and delight (Is 66:12).


- Overflowing stream


Destruction:- A stream
flowing over someone can show their destruction [or death]
(Ps 124:2-5).


- Cold stream


Reviving:- Reviving the
saints (Is 32:2).


Source of life:- Source
of eternal life. Everlasting love.


Righteous person:- A
righteous person free from hypocrisy (Amos 5:24). A real, hearty, sincere
person. Holiness and wisdom in life and conversation (Prov 18:4).


Grace:- Inner principle
of grace (John 7:38, Ps 46:4).


- Warm stream


Healing skin disorders:-
Although only one reference of hot streams or springs (Gen 36:24) is found in
the Word, warm streams are generally associated with healing [especially skin disorders] (2 King 2:21).


STREET [road]


New path:- A connection
between one part or season of your life and the next one the Lord is taking you
to. It shows that the Lord is giving you direction, just hold on steadfastly to
your faith (Is 35:8, Hagg 1:5-7, Matt 26:41).


Discernment:- It can
point to wisdom and discernment given by the Holy Spirit (Is 40:14, Prov 2:9).


Righteousness:- Indicate
the path of righteousness (Is 26:7, Prov 4:26).


Life’s path:- The path
of life, unknown and movable (Prov 5:6). Your life’s path, your ways or
lifestyle (Ps 139:3, Jer 6:16).


The way of the Lord:-
Way, Truth, Life (John 14:7, Luke 24:32, Acts 8:26). The path of
sanctification.


STRING [musical
instrument string]


In harmony:- A string
can show that “you are striking a chord” in a
person’s life, meaning that you are in harmony with a person or a situation
(John 3:29).


Special relationship:-
It can therefore relate to a special relationship (Hos 11:4).


Mourning:- It can show
that you are sad or mourning the loss of a person or relationship.


- Broken string


Loss:- A broken string
can point to the loss of a team member.


STUBBLE


Of no value:- Refers to
something of no value (Is 5:24).


STUDYING


Preparation:- It can be
a call from the Lord to learn so as to be presentable [righteous]
before Him (2 Tim 2:15).


Collecting knowledge and not
wisdom:- A caution against spending too much time learning about God
rather than opening the self up to the flow of the Holy Spirit (Ecc 12:12).


STUMBLE


Falling into sin:-
Falling into sin or involvement in wickedness [blinded by
sin and darkness] (Jer 13:16, Prov 4:19, Is 8:15).


Poor judgment:- Poor
judgment (Jer 18:15, Is 28:7). Warning of pride which will cause stumbling (Jer
50:32).


Lack of vision:- Lack of
focus and direction (Is 59:10, Dan 11:34).


STUMP


Anchored in Christ:-
To be anchored in Christ, even if your works and fruit are destroyed, your seed
will continue to stand (Is 6:13).


Failure:- It can show
that a person or a business will be destroyed [fail],
but also keeps the promise that the foundation [stump]
will remain so that it can be re-established (Is 6:13, Dan 4:23).


SUBMARINE [see
vehicles, boat]


Missionary calling to the
unreached:- Can be used to take the Gospel into those countries where it
is forbidden. Therefore it can symbolize a call to mission work in unreached
and closed countries (2 Pet 3:5).


Hidden danger:- A
submarine can pose danger as it is hidden from view, therefore it can represent
things which can harm your business, ministry or career without you expecting
it or being warned of it (Matt 10:26).


SUBWAY


Hidden pathway:- It is
an underground [hidden] passage, which means that
there is a way of getting to the answer or destination that is unknown to you
(Ps 51:6). Ask the Lord to reveal what is hidden.


Hidden motives:- It can
be a warning about hidden motives or actions that are aimed at causing you
harm. Pray and ask the Lord to reveal it to you (2 Cor 4:2).


SUGAR


Endearment:- Agreeable
or grateful. Pleasing, harmonious, grateful to the mind. A word of endearment
(1 John 3:22). Encouragement from God’s Word (Deut 3:28).


Sugar-coated sin:- Can
represent the sugar coating of sin in our lives [for
example, light blue sugar] or church doctrines which are not based on
the Word of God [it sounds and looks right, but is not]
(Mat 23:27).


SUICIDE


Hopeless feelings:-
Feelings of defeat and hopelessness [person thinks that
what they have done cannot be redeemed and does not see the sense in living any
longer] (1 Sam 31:3-5, Matt 27:5).


SUITCASE [luggage]


Going on a journey:-
Promising indication that you will be going on a journey, move into your
calling, go into ministry or take up a business opportunity (Is 46:6).


Moving on:- It can also
be a call to move on to another challenge (John 7:3).


SUMMER


Season:- It refers to a
new season or period of growth in your life (Mar 13:28).


Opportunities:- Shows
that you will be exposed to several opportunities.


Time of testing:- In
winter rainfall regions summer is a dry and warm period which symbolizes a time
of testing and difficulty. Summer can therefore represent a season of
difficulty in the person’s life (Ps 32:4, Mic 7:1).


SUN


Righteousness:-
Symbolizes the Sun of righteousness shining over you with healing in his wings
(Mal 4:2, Prov 4:18, Ps 84:11, Mal 4:2, Judg 5:31, Is 30:26, Is 60:11).


Goodwill of God:-
Goodness, good will and the favour of God (Gen 32:31, Mal 4:2). It can also be
a symbol of constancy (Ps 72:5, Ps 72:17) and beauty (Song 6:10, Ps 19:5, 6).


Presence of God:-
The presence and person of God (Ps 84:11). The law of God can be as the sun
shining upon you (Ps 19:7).


New age religion:- The
sun is many times used as a symbol of worship in new age, idolatry [water spirits] and Freemasonry (2 King 23:11, Job
31:26-28, Jer 8:2, Ez 6:4, Ez 6:6, Ez 8:16).


Affliction:- The sun
shining harshly upon a person can point to affliction and persecution which can
be expected.


- Rays of sun


God the Son:-
God the Son, light of the world [Jesus Christ].
Exact representation of God the Saviour (John 1:9, Mal 4:2).


- Rising sun


New era:- The greatness
of God (Is 45:6; Ps 50:1). Beginning of a new era. New season in your life (Lam
3:23).


- Setting sun


Conclusion:- End of an
era (Gen 43:16, 2 Sam 4:5). A time of difficulty [hard
times] is ending (Gen 3:8).


SUNBURN


Persecution1:- It can point to persecution, or a person that is not
under the covering [cloud, or presence] of the Lord and is suffering from
attacks by the enemy(Ex 13:21).


SUNFLOWER


Eyes on God:-
Just as the sunflower turns its head towards the sun, you are called to turn
your face to God in prayer and adoration. God sees that look at Him with love
and the rays of His love [like the rays of the sun]
is poured out onto you.


SUNGLASSES


Spiritual blindness:-
Refers to darkened understanding [spiritual blindness].
A person that cannot see the vision/opportunity that the Lord is revealing to
him (2 Pet 1:9).


SUPREME COURT


Place of decision-making:-
A court represents a place of judgment and where decisions are taken. It can
therefore show that you have issues in your life which must be dealt with,
either spiritual, emotional or financial (Gen 15:14, 1 King 6:36, Ez 10:5).


Justice served:- It can
also mean that justice will be served in respect of a certain issue (Is 2:4, Is
43:12).


Feeling persecuted:- It
can show that you are facing a trial of persecution or unrighteous judgment
from which you are seeking a reprieve (Is 5:3, Ez 23:24). You may feel
condemned and persecuted (Is 33:22).


Legalism:- It can also
represent someone who is very legalistic [religious spirit]
and difficult to work with (Ez 23:45).


SURFING


Flowing in the Spirit:-
It shows a person who is flowing freely in the Holy Spirit, is experiencing
change and a new move of the Spirit (Luke 21:25). To expect something to
happen.


Build-up of righteousness:-
Flowing in the build-up of righteousness of the Holy Spirit which is about to
take place (Is 48:18).


Involved in revival:-
Involvement in a coming period of revival, repentance, financial blessings,
great harvests and prosperity.


Harmful teaching:- Can
be a warning of a new teaching or spiritual move that will enter the ministry
or church and which can cause division and harm to the work of God (2 Sam
22:5).


SURGERY


Safe place:- It
represents a place of safety and restoration where those who are sick, weak,
lonely and helpless can find compassion and love (Ps 109:22, Luke 10:30, 33,
34, John 5:4).


Healing ministry:- It
can point to a calling to a healing ministry or for the establishment a haven
or shelter for the sick [physical, emotional and spiritual]
and broken-hearted (Is 61:1-3).


SWALLOW


New season:- Can be a
promise that better times [summer] lie ahead, or a
new season of abundance and provision from the Lord (Jer 7:8, Ps 84:3, Prov
26:2).


Uncertainty:- Can show
that the person is feeling uncertain and weak (Is 38:14).


SWAMP


Falling into sin:- Can
show falling into sin or sexual iniquity, or be a call for help from someone
who is falling into sin (2 Pet 2:22, Ps 69:14). A person in trouble (Ps 69:2).


SWAN


Nature of a person:- Do
not be deceived. A swan has black meat, therefore the black swan does not hide
its inner being.


- Black swan


Honesty:- Truth,
honesty, without deception. Person is sincere, the same on the inside as on the
outside (Is 53:9, 1 Pet 2:22).


- White swan


Deception:- Deception,
sexual lust, one of the symbols of Freemasonry (Rom 3:13, Mark 7:22). A white
swan has black flesh, thus hiding its real character.


SWEAT


Fallen man:- Can
represent the fallen-ness of man (Gen 3:19).


Own effort:- Someone
trying to do things out of own effort and not trusting in the guidance of the
Holy Spirit (Gen 3:19, Luk 22:44).


- Bloody sweat


Agony:- Experiencing
great agony (Luk 22:44).


SWEETS [candy,
chocolate]


Agreeable:- Agreeable or
grateful. Pleasing, harmonious, grateful to the mind.


Endearing words:- A word
of endearment (1 John 3:22).


Encouragement:-
Encouragement of God’s Word (Deut 3:28).


Sugar coated sin:- Can
represent the sugar coating of sin [for example, light blue
sweets] or church doctrines which are not based on the Word of God [it sounds and looks right] (Mat 23:27).


SWEEPING


Spiritual cleansing:-
Can point to the spiritual cleansing [repentance] of
a person, business or ministry (Is 14:23) [take note of how
the broom is used for greater insight].


SWIMMING


Resting in the presence of God:-
A person is experiencing the abundant presence and blessings of God (Ps 84:6).
Someone at rest. It can also be regarded as an act of worship as you are
flowing in the Spirit1.


Operating in the Gifts
of the Spirit:- It can also
represent a person who is being equipped to operate in the gifts of the Holy
Spirit. Enjoyment and freedom to flow in the moving of the Holy Spirit.


Provision to the family:-
Financial or spiritual provision of a family. Peaceful family or church (Nah
2:8, Gen 10:10).


SWIMMING POOL


Provision:- Financial or
spiritual provision of a family.


Family life:- Peaceful
family or church (Nah 2:8, Gen 10:10). The quality of the water in the pool can
be a reflection of the health of the family.


God’s presence:-
Abundant presence of the Lord. The blessings of God (Ps 84:6).


Rest:- Place of rest,
enjoyment and freedom to flow in the movement of the Holy Spirit.


Spiritual Equipping:-
It can also represent a place where people are equipped to operate in the gifts
of the Holy Spirit.


- Swimming pool in a
building


Spiritual insight:- It
can be revelation or insight given by the Holy Spirit in respect of a business
and/or investment.


SWIMSUIT [bikini]


Inadequate covering:- Can
show spiritual unpreparedness or inadequate spiritual covering, to do what you
are called to do (2 Co 5:2,3, Mat 21:7, Mat 24:18, Mat 26:65, Luk 8:27, Mat
22:11, Mat 7:15).


Lust:- Can also reveal a
spirit of lust (Prov 6:25, 1 Cor 10:13).


SWORD [knife,
dagger]


Word of God:-
It can symbolize the Word of God or the power of the Holy Spirit (Titus 1:13).
Sharp, penetrating, piercing between the soul and spirit, joints and marrow,
the inmost recesses of the mind, thoughts and intentions, separating fleshly
and spiritual attitudes (Jud 7:20, Heb 4:2-3, 12).


Gospel of Jesus:-
Gospel of Jesus Christ bringing healing, restoration, joy, life and abundance
(Heb 4:12).


Deliverance:-
Deliverance (Deut 32:41, Ps 17:13, Hos 11:6, Zech 13:7).


Judicial power:- It is
the symbol of judicial power [God’s power and authority]
taking the lives of the condemned (Ps 17:13, Rom 13:4, Zech 13:7).


God’s protection:-
Protection of the Lord (Gen 3:24, Josh 5:13). Judgment against those
persecuting His children.


Revelation:- Revelation,
to reveal and to clear (Rev 1:16).


Intention to hurt or cause
harm:- It is an instrument with which to cut and can therefore indicate
the intention to cut, hurt, injure and humiliate another, or be a person
feeling hurt, injured, rejected, betrayed or humiliated.


Malice and dishonour:-
Can symbolize the tongue as a vessel of malice and dishonour (Ps 57:4, Prov
25:18).


Stirring discontent:-
Words inflaming slaughter and discontent (James 3:6). A fierce and warlike
attitude stirring others to war and discord. Critical words, evil intent and
verbal attacks (Gen 27:40).


- A person with a sword in
his hand pointing downwards


Teaching ministry:- This
can point to a teaching ministry or a person teaching the Word of God.


- Black sword


Unbelief1:- A person ministering the Word but not believing it. A
spirit of unbelief.


- Dark sword


Harmful words:- Negative
words spoken against someone to harm, criticize and curse (Ps 57:4, Prov
25:18).


- Golden sword


Word of faith:- It
represents the speaking of the Word of God with faith and righteousness (Eph
6:17, Prov 12:18, Ps 64:3).


- Green sword


Immature word:-
Represents the Word of God that is presented in an immature or inexperienced
yet powerful manner.


- Sword used wrong


Abusing the Word
of God:- To use a sword
incorrectly can show abusing the Word of God [or
interpreting it wrongly, false teachings] (Rev 2:15-16).


- Yellow/red sword


Words of anger:- Words
spoken in jealousy and anger which hurt and destroy (James 3:6).


- White sword


Righteous words:- White
symbolises righteousness and purity. A white sword can thus represent words
spoken in righteousness, or the pure Word of God ministered in a righteous
manner.
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TABERNACLE


Holy Spirit
in you:- Can refer to the Holy Spirit in you [your
body as the tabernacle of the Holy Spirit] (Heb 8:5, Heb 10:1).


Presence of God:-
It can point to the presence of God, dwelling with His people (Ex 25:8, John
1:14, 1 Cor 6:19). It can also show that the person is resting in the presence
of the Lord.


TABLE


Fellowship and negotiations:-
Used by families and friends to eat and fellowship around, or for conferences
and meetings, it can therefore be associated with fellowship and discussions
over agreements (Ps 23:5, 1 Cor 10:20).


- Boardroom table


Business negotiations:-
A boardroom table can point to business negotiations.


- Dining room table


Fellowship:- A dining
room table can refer to family or friend fellowship.


Prosperity: - It can
also refer to financial or material prosperity (Rom 11:9).


- Dirty table


Pollution:- A dirty
table can point to polluting of God’s table with that which is not acceptable
(Mal 1:13).


- Plate on table


Presenting the Word
of God:- A plate [dishes] can represent the instruments used to present the
Word of God, it can be training programs, courses, seminars and prophetic
prayer ministry, etc. (Deut 4:5, 1 John 2:27, Num 4:7, Judg 5:25).


Teaching opportunity:- A
plate [teaching instrument] on the table [agreement] can indicate that the Lord is preparing an
opportunity to teach the Word at various meetings and fellowships.


Presenting God’s
gifts:- Dishes can symbolize the gifts the Lord has given you for the
ministry or business (Ps 68:18). Food can be likened to the Word of God and the
Holy Spirit, and a table the place of gathering for fellowship and communion.


- Table with two levels


Ministry:- It points to
a ministry that functions on more than one level, for example the pastoral and
apostolic or the prophetic and evangelistic1.


- Under table


Corruption:- It can
indicate that someone is busy with underhanded or deceptive deals [corruption] or motives (1 Cor 10:20-21).


- Table cloth


Provision prepared:- It
can mean that God has already prepared the provision that you need and that He
wants to bless you.


No own effort:- You will
receive without own effort! (Ex 16:4, 15, 1 Cor 10:3). It can also represent
the covering and protection of the Lord, showing that you can rest in Him and
not be dependent on your own efforts (Deut 8:3).


Provided by God:-
Can represent the manna on the dew that is provided by God (Num 11:9).


TADPOLE [frog]


Unclean spirit:- Can
represent an unclean spirit, or a false prophet, which is trying to mislead or
misdirect you (Act 13:6, Rev 19:20, Phil 2:3).


Witchcraft:- It can
represent witchcraft, a plague, or a destructive force, coming against you (Ex
8:7).


And it can also be a warning that you are not listening to a
warning from the Lord (Ex 8:2).


TAIL


Least important:-
Caution that you will be considered last [least important]
(Deut 28:44).


The end:- Or it can
point to the end of something [season, ministry or business].


- Tucked tail


Cowardice:- Shows
retreating [coward] from responsibilities, but it
can also point to shame which prevents people from living a free and fulfilling
life.


- Wagging tail


Friendly:- Can show that
the person is happy and content with a situation. In negotiations it can
indicate that the other party is friendly and open to sincere discussions.


TANGERINE [11,
clementine, naartjie]


Imperfection:- A
naartjie normally has 11 sections which points to imperfection, disorder,
disorganization and rebelliousness (Is 58:1).


Inner conflict:- It can
refer to internal conflict (Phil 1:3), discord, disorder, excess, violence
(Prov 29:22).


TAP


Channel for the Spirit:-
Refers to a person’s ability to choose whether they will be a channel for the
Holy Spirit to flow through (Acts 9:15, Job 38:25).


- Black tap


Spiritual blindness:-
Black represents a state of spiritual blindness and unbelief or someone with
darkened understanding, therefore this can indicate not receiving the Lord’s
provision due to spiritual blindness and unbelief (1 John 1:7).


- Closed tap


Blessings absent:- Flow
of the Holy Spirit disappears or is absent and God’s blessings do not manifest
in your life (Is 19:1-8, Jer 51:36, Nah 1:4, Zech 10:11).


- Closed black tap


Flow of Holy
Spirit cut off:- Flow of
the Holy Spirit disappears or is absent and God’s blessings do not manifest in
your life due to stubbornness and the influence of the spirit of the world (Is
19:1-8, Jer 51:36, Act 7:51, Nah 1:4, Zech 10:11).


- Red tap


Impending dispute:- Red
is an aggressive and earthy colour. It can represent a warning of an impending
dispute or argument.


Anger:- It can also show
being filled with anger or experiencing feelings of hatred and un-forgiveness
(Rev 17:3-4, Is 1:18, Rev 18:12-16, Rom 13:2).


Emotions blocking out the Spirit:-
It can therefore refer to someone who is preventing the flow of the Holy Spirit
on account of an emotional response stemming from disputes or arguments.


TAPE MEASURE [ruler,
measuring rod, tape measure]


Time for redemption:- A
ruler [30 cm] in someone’s hand can point to the
time the Lord is indicating to accomplish His time for redemption.


God’s protection:- There
is no need to build a wall of protection around yourself as God is your
protection (Zech 2:1-10).


TAR [pitch,
bitumen]


Worldliness:- Used to
cover dirt roads [worldliness and flesh] it can
therefore point to receiving the ability to overcome the influence of the world
and a fleshly lifestyle.


Negative influences:-
The black colour of tar can refer to the impact of negative influences and bitterness
(Is 34:8-9).


TARES [weeds]


Foolish person:- This
represents a foolish and sinful person. Even though they seem to be righteous
his/her fruit will show that it actually is of the evil one (Matt 18:38).


Un-submissive:- Someone
who does not submit to correction.


Sons of satan:- Sons [followers] of the evil one. Hypocrites. Work of satan,
worldliness, the deception of the new age religion [worldly
and false teachings], unbelievers, works of the flesh, sin, iniquity (Is
5:18, Matt 13:22).


Pride:- Pride, someone
who does not want to bow before the Lord (Matt 13:30).


Bitterness:- bitterness,
poison causing dizziness (Matt 13:26).


TAROT CARDS


Sorcery:- It can point
to deception, satanic influence, a familiar spirit, divination, sorcery,
spiritism and the presence of the anti-christ (Mal 3:5, Rev 21:8, Rev 22:15).


TARPAULIN [tent]


Person’s life:- Symbolic
of a person [souls living in temporary habitation]
(Is 40:22, Num 24:5, Is 38:12).


Territory:- It can also
symbolize the range someone’s authority [territory]
(Is 54:2, 1 Chron 4:10, Prov 14:11).


TARRED ROAD


Covering of your sin:-
The Lord is covering your sin and the ways of the world [the
gravel under the tar].


New phase:- He is taking
you to the next phase in your life and is also giving you discernment through
the Holy Spirit (Is 40:14, Prov 2:9).


Way of the Lord:-
A new path of righteousness (Is 26:7, Prov 4:26), the path of your life in the
Lord, immovably directed by Him (Prov 5:6, John 14:7, Luke 24:32, Hag 1:5-7, Is
35:8).


TASSEL


Healing:- The tassel is
at the corner of the tallit and speaks of healing, restoration and deliverance
(Matt 9:21-22).


- Blue tassel


Divine presence:- The blue tassel represents the Divine presence
[heavenly] of the Lord (Num 15:37-41).


TASTING


Spiritual guidance:- It
means to think a matter through well before acting, in order to consider all
possible angles and to wait for guidance from the Lord (1 Tim 4:15).


- Bitter taste


Unforgiveness:- Can
point to carrying un-forgiveness and bitterness in the heart, or be a call from
the Lord to forgive and not harbour feelings of revenge (James 3:14).


TATTOO


Rebellion:- It can point
to a person that is rebelling against the Lord by defiling the temple of the
Holy Spirit (1 Sam 15:23, 1 Cor 6:19).


TEA


Spiritual refreshment:-
Normally refers to taking a break, or comfort from the Lord which you can
expect during very difficult circumstances or a busy period in your life (Prov
25:23, 25, Is 28:12).


Peace:- Peace of the
Lord.


Holy Spirit
inspiration:- Inspiration of the Holy Spirit. The Holy Spirit. The
spirit of life [Ruach] and/or the salvation of the
Lord (John 4:14, John 7:37-39, Rev 21:6, Rev 22:17).


TEACHER


Wisdom:- It can refer to
a ministering angel, an advisor, the spirit of wisdom or the presence of the
Holy Spirit (Matt 23:10).


TEARS


Vulnerability:- It shows
being vulnerable, open and prepared to shed your sorrow, sin, baggage and
spiritual bondage (Luk 6:21).


- Tears of sorrow


Sorry for sin:- It can
show being sorry for sin in your life and that you are prepared to change your
ways (Joel 2:17).


Suffering:- Going
through a period of trauma or suffering. It can also show that the Lord is
healing you through your tears (Ez 27:31).


- Tears of joy


Thankful heart:-
Represents a thankful heart in unity with the Father (Ps 126:6, 2 Kings 20:5).


- Tears of compassion


Compassion for the unsaved:-
Shows compassion for those who are not saved, or someone who can associate with
the pain and hurt of others (Gen 33:4).


- Tears of desperation


God is your only help:-
It shows that you know the Lord is your only outcome [the
Lord our Saviour] (Luk 8:52).


Cry for help:- A cry for
help from the Lord. Experiencing horror, distress or sorrow (Lam 1:16).


- Travailing tears


Intercession:- Someone
with an intercessory heart and prepared to stand in the gap for others. It is
also a deep cry for Divine intervention (Jer 15:5).


TEETH [tooth]


Word nourishment:-
Symbolic of a person’s words (Ps 12:6, Ps 19:14), or being nourished by the
Word of God [by eating the Word] (Ez 3:2-17).


Experienced:- It can
show good taste, or indicate someone mature [wise]
and experienced [outgrown baby teeth] (Heb 5:14,
John 9:23).


Friendly:- To show teeth
while smiling may point to a friendly person who may be approached at any time
(1 Pet 3:8).


Sluggard:- Can represent
a sluggard (Prov 10:26).


Aggression:- Caution of
a defensive person, always ready to go into direct opposition with an
aggressive attitude [to threaten another person].


- Baby teeth


Immature:- Can show
still being immature and not experienced enough to deal with the issue at hand
(Heb 5:8).


- Broken teeth


Judgment failed:- Can
show that the person’s judgment has failed in a certain situation and that it
would cause him harm [that can be repaired].


Unfaithful person:-
Trusting in an unfaithful person (Prov 25:19).


Bad experience1:- Can point to a person that has a bad experience in his
search for wisdom and understanding.


- Brushing teeth


Confessing sin:- Shows
the confessing of sin and clearing the conscience, or the effects of worldly
influences which are being cleansed by the intervention of the Holy Spirit (Ps
119:9).


- False teeth


Deceiving Word:-
Can represent someone who is not what they profess to be [deceiving
Word], or point to out-dated thinking [elderly].
It can also point to deceptive [false] teachings.


- Gnashing teeth


Pain:- It can indicate
intense anger or experiencing pain [inner or physical]
(Job 16:9, Ps 37:12, Ps 112:10, Mat 22:13, Mat 24:51,Mar 9:18, Luk 13:28, Act
7:54).


- Loss of teeth


Loss of judgment:- Loss
of good judgment, or a lack of nourishment from the Word of God. Lose ability
ot think through the Word of God1. Loss of prophetic insight.


- Rear molar teeth


Wisdom:- The rear molars
can point to wisdom [wisdom teeth] (Prov 1:5).


- Toothache


Emotional hurt:- It can
show experiencing emotional [inner] pain and hurt
caused by other’s words.


- Without teeth


Trusting the flesh1:- It can point to a person that trust in his own knowledge
[flesh] to interpret and understand the Word.


TELEGRAM


Direct message from God:-
Can refer to an urgent message or revelation from God that you have been
waiting for (1 John 1:5).[Take note of who the message
comes from as it will give you an understanding or revelation of what the
message means].


TELEPHONE [talking]


A message from God:-
It can show that the Lord has a message for you, or it can be a call to listen
carefully and discern what the Lord wants to tell you (Judg 3:20, Is 62:11, Rev
4:1).


Call to prayer:- Can
also represent a call to pray as you may be neglecting your communication [worship, praise and thanksgiving] with the Lord (Ps 5:2,
Ps 32:6).


- Cell phone


Direct communication from God:-
It represents direct communication [a message or prophetic
word] from God (Gen 15:1).


- Someone telephoning you


Call to intercession:-
It can show that the person has a deep need for someone to counsel or support
them, or it can be a call from the Lord to intercede on behalf of them.


- Telephone phone kiosk


Place where God
can be directly contacted:- Doorway to heaven, place of direct
communication with God.


- Telephone repairperson
or technician


Restoring your connection with God:-
Can represent an angel sent to warn you that your connection to the Lord has
been interrupted or broken off. You have to spend more time in fellowship with
the Lord


TELESCOPE


Prophetic revelation:-
Looking at something in the distance or in the future, which points to a
visionary or prophetic revelation (Deut 29:29).


Understanding:- As a
telescope is used to see better it can show that something which you have
struggled to understand will be revealed or better understood (Ex 31:3, John
16:13).


Insight:- Can show
relying on own insights and abilities to better understand something (Ps
49:20).


TELEVISION [radio]


Carefully take note of what is said as it will hold the clue as
what message the Lord is giving you.


Announcement of special event:-
It can be the announcement of a special event or message [Gospel
or prophetic word] for yourself or someone else (Judg 3:20, Is 62:11,
Hag 1:3, 1 John 1:5).


Worldly temptation:-
Warning of a negative event to come (Is 28:19), or it can point to laziness and
the temptation of worldly values.


TEN [10]


Perfection:- Ten and
multiples of ten can represent divine perfection [fulfilment,
responsibility of men before God].


Congregation:- It can
also represent a congregation (Ex 20:2-17, Deut 5:6-21), or reflect our
responsibility towards God and the church [by giving our
tithes to the church] (John 4:34).


Righteousness:-
Righteousness (Gen 18:32).


Law:- The 10
commandments [law] (Ex 34:14-26).


Leadership:- Can point
to an appointment to a position of leadership [structure,
order and government].


Good servant:- Excellent
bond servant, faithful in the small things (Luk 19:17).


Difficulty:- Can refer
to difficulty or incompletion (Luke 14:30),
tribulation (Rev 2:10) or a plague [10 plagues of Egypt].


Bereaved:- Can point to
someone who is bereaved and needs to be comforted.


Temptations:- It can
represent temptations. Unfinished.


TENNIS GAME


Creative engagements:-
Tennis is a non-aggressive game, with players trying to outmanoeuvre and
outplay each other with creativity and cunning.


Long discussion:- A
tennis game signifies a fairly long discussion or competition where opposing
people [or with opposing views] get time to state
their views and make their points, whilst trying to outmanoeuvre each other
(Prov 25:9).


TENT [tarpaulin]


A person:- Symbolic of a
person’s life [souls living in temporary habitation]
(Is 40:22, Num 24:5, Is 38:12).


Territory:- It can also
symbolize the range of a person’s authority [territory]
(Is 54:2, 1 Chron 4:10, Prov 14:11, 2 Cor 12:9).


TERMITES


Secretly causing harm:-
It can be a warning that someone is secretly [hidden from
view] causing your business, person or ministry harm [through hidden aggression, corruption, theft, gossip or evil
intent] (Deut 28:39, Job 24:20, Ps 11:3).


TESTAMENT [will]


Inheritance:- It is a
confirmation of your inheritance in Christ, that you have been adopted as His
child and that you are a co-sharer of His inheritance (Rom 8:15, Gal 4:5).


TEXT MESSAGE


Direct message from God:-
Can refer to an urgent message or revelation from God that you have been
waiting for (1 John 1:5).[Take note of who the message
comes from as it will give you an understanding or revelation of what the
message means].


THERMOMETER


- Warm thermometer


Close to God:-
Points to a person that is close to God and has an intimate relationship with
Jesus (1 Joh 2:27).


- Luke-warm
thermometer


False believer:- A
person that says that he is a believer, but does not believe in his heart and
does not have an intimate relationship with Jesus (Rev 3:16).


- Cold thermometer


Far from God:-
Points to a person that is does not believe in God and has no relationship with
Jesus (Matt 24:12).


THIEF


Caution of a cunning person:-
A warning not to trust someone. It may be a cunning, sly and deceitful person
who will probably cause you harm when you least expect it (Neh 4:3, Luk 13:32).


False doctrine:- It can
also represent the evil one trying to steal the truth by bringing in false
doctrine (Col 2:8).


Deceitful person:-Be
careful who you trust. It can represent a cunning, sly and deceitful person who
could cause you harm when you least expect it (Neh 4:3, Luke 13:32).


THIGH


Oath:- In Biblical times
an oath was sworn by one person placing their hand high on another’s thigh [or private parts], thus this can refer to a solemn
agreement which will be entered into. Can also be that God expects you to
solemnly swear to uphold that which He has entrusted to you (Gen 24:2, 9).


Struggling with God:-
Can show struggling with the Lord, or be a warning from Him to accept His way,
otherwise He may strike you in your strongest or most prominent area (Gen
32:25, 31, Gen 47:29).


Distress:- Grieving or
being in great distress [someone slapping his thigh]
(Ez 21:12, Jer 31:19).


Seduction:- A woman’s
exposed thigh can be a warning against seduction [lust]
or deception (Mark 13:22, Jam 1:14).


THIRTEEN [13]


Self-promotion:- It can
represent a person focusing on self-promotion (1 King 7:1), or to backsliding
and leaven (1 Kings 11:6).


Bitterness:- Just as a
grapefruit [13 segments] is bitter, this number can
represent bitterness and rejection (Gen 17:25).


THORNS


In hurtful relationship:-
Can show being in a hurtful relationship or experiencing pain (Ex 28:24).


Harmful sin:- It can
represent sin that is causing harm (Hos 10:8, 2 Cor 12:7).


Laziness:- Laziness
(Prov 15:19).


THORN TREE


Miraculous presence of God:-
Can represent the miraculous presence of the Lord (Ex 3:2).


THREE [3]


Perfect Trinity:-
Symbolic Three is the Godly number and can be directly related to the perfect
Trinity. Father, Son and Holy Spirit.


In His
likeness:- It can therefore indicate that you are being formed into the
likeness of Christ. The Godhead [Father, Son and Holy
Spirit] (Mat 28:19, Is 6:3, Josh 22:22, Ps 50:1).


Divine completion:- It
can point to Divine completion where someone or something is made agreeable and
acceptable to God (Rev 1:4). Perfection. Harmony. Grace. Agreement (1 Cor
13:1-13).


Past:- It can refer to
yesterday or the past.


Resurrection:- Symbolic
of resurrection (Mat 16:21, Mat 27:63, John 11:39).


Skilful in warfare:- Can
show being skilful and tactical in spiritual warfare (Judg 7:16, 20, Judg 9:43,
1 Sam 11:11, 1 Sam 13:17, Job 1:17).


Sacred:- Can refer to
something sacred or secular (Gen 6:10, Job 1:2, Job 42:13, Job 2:11, Gen 18:2,
Gen 18:6, Mat 13:33).


Called:- Called by God
(1 Sam 3:8).


Disharmony:- Can show
disharmony and disagreement in a certain matter (Prov 17:14).


Tempted:- It can also
refer to a person that is tested through temptation (Mat 4:3, 5, 8).


Denying Christ:-
Symbolic of the denial of your association with Christ (Mat 26:34, 75).


THREE AND A HALF, HALF OF SEVEN [3 ½]


Distress:- A period of
distress, tribulation is calculated at 3 ½ years [half the
time of perfection].


Stressful period:- It
can show that the person is going through a stressful period (Dan 7:25, Dan
9:27, Dan 12:7, Luk 4:25, Luk 5:17, Rev 11:2, Rev 13:5).


THROAT [neck]


Tower of beauty:-
Solomon saw the throat as a tower of beauty (Son 4:4; Son 7:4).


Willingness to die for a purpose:-
It can show someone’s willingness to lay down their life [to
take risks] for their friends (Rom 16:4).


Anxious person:- It can
point to an anxious person, or someone holding back tears [all
choked up]. It can also point to an attack on a person’s life [cutting the jugular vein].


Anxious person:- Can
point to an anxious person or someone holding back tears. It can also point to
an attack on a person’s life [cutting off lifeline]
(Josh 10:24, 2 Sam 22:41, Josh 10:24, Rom 16:20, Ps 110:1).


THRONE


Rulership of Jesus:
- It can represent Jesus [or God the Father]
ruling over His Kingdom.


Take up your authority:-
A call to take up your authority in Christ. Authority to teach the Word (Mat
23:20).


Position:- Place of
distinction which is being prepared for you (Mat 23:6, Mar 12:39, Luk 20:46).
Position or place of rank, influence or authority (Mat 23:2).


Seat of justice:- Seat
of justice.


THROWING UP [vomiting]


Deliverance:- To be
delivered from a demon, bondage or stronghold.


Inner cleansing:- To be
relieved from that which is in you that is filthy and vile. Inner cleansing (Luk
4:35).


THUMB


Positive reply:- A
thumbs-up can mean that you are good at handling difficult issues or that you
can expect a positive reply (Mat 5:16).


Control:- It can be a
caution that someone is trying to control you (Col 2:8).


















THUNDER


Promise of impending relief:-
It can show that it will rain soon [relief from suffering]
(Job 28:26).


God’s Voice:-
It can be the voice of God speaking to you directly (Job 37:2, Job 40:9, Ps
77:18, Ps 81:7, Is 29:6).


God’s judgment:- Warning
of the Lord’s judgment (Ex 9:23, 1 Sam 12:17).


God’s power:- God’s
power (Job 26:14).


Warning of an attack:-
Warning of an impending [physical or spiritual]
attack of the enemy (Job 39:25).


THREAD


Atonement:- It can refer
to atonement and grace in return for the protection of the children of God (Gen
14:23, Gen 38:28, 30, Josh 2:18, Judg 16:9, 12).


TICK [insect]


Harmful:- It can
represent someone unknowingly causing you harm and weakening you (Is 14:12).


Diseased presence:- An
unclean or diseased presence is clinging to someone (Deut 28:6).


Nuisance:- Someone who
can prove to be a bit of a nuisance.


Irritating person:-
Something which irritates you (1 Sam 24:14), or is very difficult to find (1
Sam 26:20).


TICKET


Given access:- To be
allowed entry and given access to the presence of the Lord (Rom 5:2, Eph 2:18).


Permission:- It can also
point to confirmation that you have been given permission to proceed (1 Tim
3:14).


TIDE


Change:- It can point to
change in your business or ministry, to a passing from one state or form to
another, one thing replacing another (Gen 32:5).


Change of season:- A
change of seasons, a journey, or a change of scene or scenery. It is to turn,
to change, to exchange, to be altered, to alter and to renew, e.g. a change of
mind (Hab 1:11), of name (2 King 24:17), of day and night (Job 17:12), times
and seasons (Dan 2:21) or behaviour.


- Tide coming in


New ministry:- It can be
a new ministry, work or business that has been prepared for you (Zech 3:4).


New move of the Spirit:-
A new move or manifestation of the Holy Spirit in your congregation (Luk 1:14).
You need to begin to release the revelation into the spheres of authority you
are walking in. God wants you to be a steward over the revelation so that He
can use you to a greater dimension. You have to birth the revelation to have an
empty womb, ready for a new season.


Change of government:-
In a corporate sense it can even point to a revolution [such
as a change of government] (Dan 2:21).


Influential change:-
Expect change that will influence your ministry or business, positively (Heb
1:12).


TIE


Detail:- A tie speaks of
rounding off and dealing with detail. E.g. as it rounds off the teacher’s
shirt, it can symbolize the rounding off of someone for a teaching or preaching
ministry (1 Chron 25:8, John 3:2).


- Red tie


Final redemption:- Power
dressing. Final preparations to teach on the redemption of Christ (Heb 9:12).


Not ready:- Can be a
warning that the person is not ready for a teaching ministry (Mat 23:10).


TIGER


Powerful person:- Can
represent a powerful person [leader] or someone in
authority (Zeph 3:3, Ez 19:5).


Convincing:- A person
who does not give up on a deal until he has convinced his opponent (Job 10:16).


Boldness:- Boldness and
courage (Prov 28:1).


Loner:- A loner with an
independent nature. An introverted person who likes to keep to himself and who
is fiercely protective of that which he regards as his own (Jer 13:32).


Dealing with issues:- A
straightforward person who swiftly deals with issues (Hab 1:8).


Crafty person:- A crafty
person who can pounce upon unsuspecting people, chastising them and causing
them harm (Hos 13:7).


Haughty:- Being proud
and haughty (Job 28:8).


Wicked person:- A wicked
ruler (Prov 28:15, Ez 32:2). An enemy setting a trap for you [lying in wait] (Hos 13:7).


TIN


Judgment:- Judgment and
destruction of sinful people (Rev 2:27, Is 48:4).


Dross:- Dross [it can represent a person trying to act as if he has been
purified like silver] (Ez 22:18).


Difficulty:- A warning
that the Lord will put you in a difficult situation [trial]
to purify you (Is 1:22).


Affliction:- Can show
struggling, being severely afflicted and in difficult circumstances (Deut 4:20,
Ps 107:10, Deut 28:23, Deut 8:9).


TITLE [deed]


Taking control:- It
shows that you can take control or ownership of the situation as you have been
given the power of attorney [authority] (Ex 3:15,
Gen 23:20).


TODDLER


Immature person:- A
person with good knowledge of the Bible, theology and the Law things but is not
baptized in the Holy Spirit, or has very little knowledge of the workings of
the Holy Spirit [baby Christian] (Is 30:1).


Truth:- Truth out of the
mouth of the seemingly immature (Ps 148:13, Mat 21:15, Mat 21:16).


Future:- Can show that
the Lord gives you a righteous future and inheritance.


TOE


Taking authority:- It
shows someone taking authority in an area of his life, career or ministry (Josh
1:3), or stepping out in faith and obedience to follow in the footsteps of
Jesus (Job 31:7, 1 Pet 2:21, Eph 6:15).


Foot in the door:-
Deduced from “getting your foot in the door”, it can be said that the person is
placed, or will be placed, in a position where he can further the Kingdom of
God, or win a new sought after client, for business (2 King 18:32).


Outreach:- You may be
going on an outreach. Take careful note of the direction [see
directions] you are walking to give you guidance as to whether your walk
is in the Lord’s will or not. Step out in faith!


Doer of the Word:-
It can also show a doer of the Word and not only a talker (Jam 1:23).


Good news:-
Someone bringing good news (Is 52:7).


- Sore toe


Offending:- Shows that
someone has been “stepping on your toes”, which either means they are offending
you, or angering you by their actions (Gen 20:9).


TOILET [bathroom]


Inner cleansing:- Place
or ministry where you can be cleansed and healed from barriers to wholeness [repentance of sins such as unforgiveness, bitterness, hatred and
prejudice].


Restoration:- Place
where you can receive restoration by the blood of Jesus (Is 1:16; 2 Sam 16:3).


Unclean words:- Caution
that the person is talking nonsense [unclean words]
(Ecc 5:3).


- Open toilet door


Public deliverance:-
Points to a person that is publically delivered or cleansed from sin and
iniquity [or confesses publicly].


- Dirty or soiled toiled


Defiled deliverance ministry: -
It is a warning that the place [deliverance or inner healing ministry] that you
are attending to rid yourself of iniquity, sin, demonic oppression and
emotional baggage is defiled [involved in sin] and
that you should reconsider.


TOMBS [caves,
graves]


Place of safety:- Place
of safety and protection for prophets, priests and kings where they can hide
during their preparation (1 Sam 22:1, Heb 11:38).


Constant attack:- It can
show that you are under a constant attack and/or abuse [from
a person with a Jezebel spirit] and that you are hiding from the world
(1 King 18:4).


Nearing death:- In a
negative sense a cave can show that a person is nearing physical death and that
the grave has already been prepared (Gen 23:19).


Spirit of darkness:- It
can also show that there is a spirit of darkness hiding that can be coming
against the person and intensive prayer is needed to ward off a spiritual
attack (Ez 33:27).


Hiding:- It can also be
that a person is hiding away from the work that the Lord has commanded him to
do (1 King 19:13).


TOMBSTONE


Settled:- It shows that
the issue that you are struggling with has already been settled and that you
should let go of it (Josh 9:15).


Let it go:- Do not
attempt to keep something alive that is dead and buried.


Not dealt with:- Can
point to iniquities or something that has not been dealt with.


Not accepted:- Even
though it has been settled you have not accepted the outcome (Luke 11:44).


TONGUE


Words of the righteous:-
The mouth or words of the righteous (Is 49:2). Children (Ps 127:5).


God’s direction:- The
Word of the Lord’s deliverance. Words of direction. In scripture, the arrows [words coming off the tongue] of God are the apprehensions
of his wrath. It pierces the conscience and pains the receiver (Job 6:4, Ps
38:2).


God’s judgment:-
Figuratively speaking arrows [words coming off the tongue]
represent the judgment of God against His enemies (2 Sam 22:15, Deut 32:23, Ps
18:14, Zech 9:14).


Slander:- Slanderous,
fault-finding, rebellious words and malicious purposes of people with evil
intent against the righteous (Ps 11:2). Words of accusation, bitterness and
criticism (Ps 64:3).


Enemy’s attacks:-Enemy’s
destruction and attacks (Num 24:8).


Lies:- Lies and deceit
(Jer 9:8).


- Praying in tongues


Praying in the Spirit:-
Moving in the spiritual realm doing spiritual warfare and intercession.


TOOLS


Encouragement:- Can be
likened with words [such as words of encouragement]
or a prophetic word which builds up and encourages.


Gifts of the Spirit:-
It can point to the gifts of the Holy Spirit which are used to minister to
people, business people and other ministries (2 Tim 3:16).


TOOTH [teeth]


Word nourishment:-
Symbolic of a person’s words (Ps 12:6, Ps 19:14), or being nourished by the
Word of God [by eating the Word] (Ez 3:2-17).


Experienced:- It can
show good taste, or indicate someone mature and experienced [outgrown baby teeth] (Heb 5:14, John 9:23).


Wisdom:- The rear molars
can point to wisdom [wisdom teeth] (Prov 1:5).


Friendly:- To show teeth
while smiling may point to a friendly person who may be approached at any time
(1 Pet 3:8).


Sluggard:- Can represent
a sluggard (Prov 10:26).


Aggression:- Caution of
a defensive person ready to go into direct opposition with an aggressive
attitude [to threaten another person].


- Baby tooth


Immature:- Can show
still being immature and not experienced enough to deal with the issue at hand
(Heb 5:8).


- Broken tooth


Judgment failed:- Can
show that the person’s judgment has failed in a certain situation and that it
would cause him harm [that can be repaired].


Unfaithful person:-
Trusting in an unfaithful person (Prov 25:19).


- Loss of tooth


Loss of judgment:- Loss
of good judgment, or a lack of nourishment from the Word of God.


- Toothache


Emotional hurt:- It can
show experiencing emotional [inner] pain and hurt
caused by other’s words.


TOOTHBRUSH [teeth,
brushing teeth]


Cleansed from worldly
influences:- Can show the need to be cleansed from worldly influences.


TORCH [flashlight]


Missionary:- It can
indicate that the person [missionary] will bring the
Word of God [light] to where people do not know the
Lord [darkness] (2 Sam 22:29, Job 29:3, Ps 119:105).


Limited Word
knowledge:- It can also show limited knowledge of God or the Word of God
(Prov 6:23).


- Torch shining on
something or someone


Take note of :-
Carefully take note of that upon which the light is shining as it would point
to whatever it is that God wants you to give attention to (Luk 11:36).


TORNADO [twister]


Confrontation:- Can
symbolize a powerful confrontation (Ps 78:26).


Miracles:- Can represent
miracles such as when Elijah was taken up into heaven [Elijah
taken up and Elisha receiving the prophetic mantle] (2King 2:1; 11).


Spiritual change:- An
act of God to untwist your perverse nature and change you to a God fearing
person.


God’s voice:- A
representation of the voice of the Lord speaking to you [thus
making it important to recognize the voice in the whirlwind] (Job 38:1;
Job 40:6).


Christ’s return:-
Sometimes illustrates Christ’s return (Is 66:15).


Destruction of the wicked:-
Sudden destruction of the wicked (Ps 58:9, Prov 1:27, Is 17:13, Is 40:24, Is
41:16, Jer 30:23).


Evil presence:-
Sometimes referred to as the South-wind, it shows the presence of evil (Jer
25:32). Can signify calamity, distress and anguish (Pro 1:27, Is 5:28, Jer
4:13).


Sinful life:- Signifies
the fruit of a life of sin and vanity [twisted nature]
(Hos 8:7). To scatter and to make desolate [unusable]
(Zech 7:14).


Judgment of false prophets:-
It can be a caution of the vengeance of God against false prophets who say
things to appease people and do not pronounce what is revealed to them by the
Lord (Jer 23:16-20).


- White tornado


Peace:- Peace and quiet
from the Lord (Job 37:17).


TORTOISE [turtle]


Ability to discern the
seasons:- Can represent someone who discerns the seasons of God


(Jer 8:7).


Withdrawing:- Someone
who prefers to work on their own and either withdraws [ignore
others by withdrawing into his shell] when he encounters resistance or
has a different opinion (Prov 18:1).


Presence of a water spirit:-
In Biblical times it was compared to the crocodile and can thus show the
presence of the leviathan [water] spirit (Job 41:1).


Religious spirit:- Such
a person would seem burdened and legalistic, and unable to move beyond the
safety of their [legalist, religious or controlled]
environment (2 Cor 5:4).


TOWEL


Covering and encouragement:-
Used to dry people after having washed/bathed [cleansed]
which can show being prepared to serve others by covering them with support,
encouragement and motivation after they have been saved and cleansed from sin
(Rom 12:11, Act 6:1, Ex 38:8).


Humility1:- It can also refer to a humble person that is prepared to
serve rather to be served.


TOWER


Diligent person:- Can
represent a diligent person who plans well or is well prepared (Luk 14:28).


Prominent person:- An
important and prominent person (Mic 4:8). Someone who rises [towers] above others, or is ready and prepared for attacks
from the enemy (2 King 9:17, Hab 2:1).


God’s protection:- It
can also represent God who protects you [fear not, He is
your strong Tower] (Prov 18:10, 2 Sam 22:3, 51, Ps 18:2, Ps 61:3).


Caution of pride and
haughtiness:- It can show pride and looking down on others (2 Sam 22:28,
Job 40:12).


Heavenly orientation:-
Signifies the withdrawal of the soul from earthly things and fixing it on the
heavenly.


Intercession:- To be set
upon a tower implies to intercede [or to be called to
intercession] and to persevere in a focussed manner (Hab 2:1). Calling
to be alert and watchful.


TOWN [city]


Place of refuge:- A
place of refuge, safety, commerce, activity (Num 35:6), it can represent a
church, ministry, business or career.


Destination:- Sometimes
it is a place where the Lord wants to send you to.


Pure and righteousness:-
Take a careful look at what characterizes the town and what it represents. For
example, a bright clean town can point to a ministry, church or business that
is pure and righteous (Ecc 9:7, Is 1:26).


- Dirty or smoky town


Defilement and uncleanness:-
This can show a defiled business or church, or reveal the presence of unclean
spirits (Is 1:21).


TOY


Immature person:-
Someone that is not serious about the Lord and keeps him busy with the things
of a child.


Childlike:- It can show
that it is time to relax and play a bit, to be more like a child. To really
trust the Lord [childlike] (Luk 18:17).


TRACKS [marks]


Evidence of participation:-
Evidence that people have worked together or participated in something.


Prepared way:- It can
also represent the way that the Lord has prepared for you to follow (Phil 3:17,
Is 35:8).


Relationship scars:- Can
show that the person was dealt blows or scars in relationships (Jer 8:21, Jer
10:19).


Iniquities:- Represents
iniquities in a person’s life (Jer 2:22).


- Train tracks


Established path:- The
immovable rail tracks can indicate that the Lord has already established the
path which you will follow and that you can just relax and focus on Him (Acts
2:42, Ez 37:10, 2 Thes 2:15).


Religious mind-set:- Can
represent a person set in his ways and who does not change easily, therefore it
can indicate having a religious mind-set [legalism]
which he does not wish to let go of (Heb 10:1, 1 Tim 1:7).


TRACTOR


Preparation:- It
prepares the fields for cultivation and even though it is very powerful, it
works slowly and cuts deep in order for the crop roots to be well established.


Apostolic calling:- This
points to a missionary and/or apostolic calling, the establishment of a new
business venture, or an initiative that will prepare the way for others (Is
29:17, Mat 13:44, Acts 4:33).


- Tractor Trailer


Equipped to carry burden:-
As this can comfortably carry large burdens, you are equipped to handle heavy
burdens (Acts 15:28; Matt 11:30).


Burdened:- Shows
carrying a large burden (Is 43:24, 2 Cor 5:4).


TRAFFIC LIGHT [robot]


- Green traffic light


Keep going:- Can
indicate that you should continue on the way that the Holy Spirit is leading
you (2 Tim 3:14, 1 Tim 4:16).


- Red traffic light


Caution to stop involvement:-
Can indicate that you should end your involvement in the business, activities
or ministry you are currently involved in (Ez 3:27).


TRAFFIC SIGNS


Spiritual pathway markers:-
Carefully take note of which traffic sign it is as they are important road
markers [guidelines, principles and instructions]
along the path where the Lord is leading you (Ps 78:1, Prov 1:2).


TRAILER


Ability to carry a large
burden:- As this trailer can comfortably carry a large burden, you are
equipped to handle heavy burdens as well (Acts 15:28, Matt 11:30).


Burdened:- Shows heavy
or large burden. To be burdened or troubled (Acts 15:28, Matt 11:30).


Religious mind-set:-
Someone set in their ways who does not change easily, a person set in a
religious mind-set [legalism] which they do not wish
to let go of (Neh 10:1, 1 Tim 1:7).


Not taking up responsibility:-
An inactive passenger on the train can show not taking up your responsibility
to minister to groups of people (Prov 10:4).


Not led by the Spirit:-
An empty trailer can indicate that not many people in the church are led by the
Holy Spirit.


TRAIN [tram]


Operating in the power of the Holy
Spirit:- A train with a
powerful engine can show that the church is operating in the power of the Holy
Spirit and not of man (Heb 2:4).


Series of events:- Can
also symbolize a connected series of events that will happen in your life.


Established path:- The
immovable rail tracks can indicate that the Lord has already established the
path which you will follow. You can just relax and focus on Him (Acts 2:42, Ez
37:10).


Cell church:- Can
symbolize a cell church or business with different branches [franchises or agencies] or departments. The different
carriages can indicate being part of different ministries or businesses, even
cell groups, that will move together in achieving a collective objective or
common goal.


Equipped to carry a burden:-
As a train can comfortably carry a large burden, it shows that being equipped
to handle heavy burdens (Acts 15:28; Matt 11:30).


Equipping journey:- The
Lord may be taking you on a journey as part of a group of people while
equipping you. It can also point to an involvement in a traveling ministry
(Mark 6:39).


Religious mindset:- Can
represent a person set in his ways and who does not change easily, therefore it
can indicate having a religious mind-set [legalism,
tradition] which he does not wish to let go of (Heb 10:1, 1 Tim 1:7).


- Empty train


Not led by the Spirit:-
An empty train can indicate that not many people in the church are led by the
Holy Spirit.


- Long train


Favour1:- It can refer to the favour of the Lord on your
congregation and that He is blessing it with growth and prosperity.


- Train tracks


Established path:- The
immovable rail tracks can symbolise that the Lord has already established the
path which you will follow and that you can just relax and focus on Him (Acts
2:42, Ez 37:10, 2 Thes 2:15).


TRAITOR


Deception:- Someone not
trustworthy. It can also be a warning that someone is trying to deceive you (Is
48:8).


TRAMPOLINE


Exercising faith:- It
can show being given the mechanism or tool to exercise faith which will lead to
being promoted or getting an increase [going higher]
(Act 3:16).


Not going anywhere:-
Someone expending lots of enthusiasm and energy on something but not succeeding
[not going anywhere]. Just when you think you have
gone up, you go down again and stay exactly where you were (Deut 28:65).


TRANSPARENT


Inner beauty:- The Lord
sees the beauty within you [inner man] and loves you
very much (Ez 3:9, Luk 12:7).


Purity:- It is a symbol
of holiness, purity, praise and worship (Lev 16:4, Lev 16:32, 2 Chron 5:12).
Purity and spotless nature and life of someone. The holiness of God’s members,
their faith and conversation (Gen 49:12).


Innocence:- Innocence,
to be clean, clarity, restored (Ecc 9:8; Dan 7:9). The pure and spotless
righteousness of Christ.


TRAP


Warning:- It can be a
warning that someone or something is trying to lure you into sin or danger (Job
18:10, Ps 69:22).


TRAY


Presenting the Word:-
To be called to serve people by presenting the Word of God to them (John 14:7).


Word revelations:-
Expect abundant provisions of spiritual and/or physical things, or revelations
in the Word especially for you (Ex 34:6).


Own revelations:- It can
show presenting the Word of God to people in own power (Mat 23:8, 10).


TREASURE


Major influence:- It can
represent something of great value which influences your life’s decisions (Mat
6:21).


TREES


Dependent on God:-
A solid tree full of leaves with its roots deep in fertile soil and along a
water stream, symbolizes a person who loves the Lord and lives in full
reliance, dependence and trust in Him.


Spirit of Life:-
The tree of life [as in the Garden of Eden] (Gen. 2,
3).


Protected:- It also is a
promise that you are living under the protection and in the abundant blessings of
the Lord (Jer 17:7-8). Resting in the protection [shade]
of a tree (Gen 18:1, 18:4, Judg 4:5, 1 Sam 22:60).


Wise person:- A wise and
righteous person [lush green or bearing fruit] (Prov
11:30, Prov 15:4, Prov 3:18).


Fruitful:- Being
fruitful [works carry righteous fruit - approval from God]
(Lev 26:4, Ez 34:27, Joel 2:22, Neh 9:25, Ecc 2:5, Ez 47:12, Num 24:6, Ps 1:3,
Is 61:3, Jer 17:8, Mat 7:17, 18).


Innocent person:- It can
represent someone beautiful, or innocent [as Christ was
innocent] (Luk 23:31, Rom 11:24, Rev 2:7, Rev 22:2, 14).


Leader:- It can also be
an indication of a leader (Is 10:34, Ez 17:24, Ez 31:7-10, Dan 4:10-14).


Member:- Someone as part
of a congregation [forest] (Ez 17:20).


Place of punishment:-
Can represent the place of punishment [cross] where
sinners are crucified, or be an association with fruitlessness [or producing evil or useless fruit] (Hos 9:16, Is 7:2, Mat
7:17-19).


Rejected and shamed:-
Representative of a cursed or rejected person [crucifixion
or hanging of a criminal on a tree] (Deut 1:22, 23, Josh 10:26, Gal
3:13, Gen 40:19).


Of no value:- A dry tree
can indicate being unwise, wicked or of no value (Is 56:3, Luk 23:31).


- Algum tree


Church builder:-
Symbolizes someone building the church of Christ (1 King 10:11, 12, 2 Chron
9:10, 11).


- Almond tree


End of era:- Can
symbolize the approaching of old age, or end of an era (Jer 1:11, Ecc 12:5).


- Apple tree


Sweet memory:- Sweet
memory, sweetness (Song 2:3). Breath of life, a sweet smell (Song 7:8).


Refreshment:-
Refreshment and restoration (Song 2:5).


Encouragement:- Wise
words, words of encouragement (Prov 25:11).


Favoured:- To be highly
favoured [apple of my eye] (Ps 17:8, Zech 2:7-8).


Temptation:- Corruption,
temptation, sin (Gen. 3, 2 Cor 11:3, 1 Tim 2:14).


Intellectual and worldly:-
Intellectual power and contemplation. To think of yourself as a god.
Knowledgeable in worldly matters. Fruit of self-righteousness (Gen 3:5).


Difficulty:- Bring
something into being with difficulty (Song 8:5).


- Big wide tree


Protection:- It can
point to a large ministry with place for many more souls to find rest.


- Dried up tree


Spiritual death:- A
person that has fallen into sin and spiritual death (Joel 1:12).


- Evergreen tree


Permanence:- A symbol of
permanence which can show a righteous person who will inherit eternal life (Is
1:1-3, Is 6:13). It can also be a promise of the prosperity of the children of
God (Is 65:22).


- Fig tree


Companionship:- As you
can rest in its shadows and eat from its fruit, it signifies companionship and
friendship (1 Kings 4:25, Zech 3:10).


Sweetness:- It can also
represent sweetness [its fruit], rulership and
righteousness (Judg 9:10).


Blessings:- A symbol of
the Lord’s blessings (Hagg 2:19, Deut 8:8).


- High tree


Prominence:- It is a
promise that the person will rise to prominence and importance (Is 49:11). It
can point to an important or prominent person. Taken from the proverb ‘the highest
trees catches the most wind’.


- Grape vine


Jesus Christ:-
Symbolizes the presence and person of Jesus Christ. A call to be a branch [a vessel] for the Holy Spirit of Christ.


Fruit of the Spirit:-
It can also be seen as the source and provision of the fruit of the Spirit
(John 15:1, 4, 5).


Reward:- Receiving the
fruit [reward] for hard work (Luk 6:44, Amos 9:13).
Fruitfulness or bearing fruit (Song 7:7, Ez 15:2).


Provision:- Represents
refreshment and the provision of God (Hos 9:10).


Fruitfulness:- It can
represent the redemptive blood of Jesus Christ, fruitfulness [bearing fruit] or communion (Mark 14:24; Col 1:14).


Forgiveness:- Promise of
the forgiveness of sins (Judges 9:13, Matt 7:16, 2 Cor 1:20).


God the Father:-
As Jesus represents the Vine, God the Father represents the vine dresser (John
15:1).


- Mustard tree


Promise of greatness:- A
promise from the Lord that even though you are the least you will grow to
greatness in Christ (Mat 13:31-32, Mark 4:31).


Faith:- It also refers
to faith. Even though the mustard seed [faith] is
small, it will achieve great things by trusting Jesus (Mat 17:20, Luk 17:6).


Growth:- Can be a
promise that your small ministry or business will grow to accommodate many
disciples [branches] (Luk 13:19).


Great potential:- An
expression of something very small but with great potential (Mat 17:20, Luk
17:6).


Safety:- Can point to a
place of rest and safety (Luk 13:19) [resting under the
mustard tree].


- Mulberry tree [Balsam tree]


Preserving of the dead:-
Mulberry sap was used to balsam the deceased and to preserve the bodies of
those who died. It’s therefore associated with death, sorrow and weeping (2 Sam
5:23, Ps 84:6).


- Myrtle tree


Righteous person:- Signifies
a righteous person [Hadassah – Esther] and therefore
represents the saints and people of God (Est 2:7).


Pleasant person:- It
shows a pleasant person who seeks the presence of the Holy Spirit, does good
works acceptable to God and has a strong faith.


- Grove of myrtle trees


Spiritual office:-
Thought by some to be an emblem of this world where Christ, his apostles, and
other ministers of the Word, perform their offices according to the abilities
and gifts God has bestowed upon them (Is 55:13).54


- Oak tree [elah]


Pillar of strength:-
Person who can be seen as a pillar of strength and righteousness (Amos 2:9, 2
Sam 18:9).


Place of meeting:- Place
of meeting with the messengers of the Lord (1 King 13:14).


Witness:- A witness of
the greatness of God (Ez 6:13).


Sinful place:- Can show
someone who is involved in or sets their feet on sinful places causing their
faith to falter (Is 1:30).


- Olive tree


Anointed servant:- An
anointed and ordained servant standing by God (Zech 4:14).


Honour and wisdom:- The
pillars at the entrance of the temple were made from olive trees, symbolizing
honour, anointing and wisdom. It can also show that you have good insight and
wisdom even though you do not receive recognition for it.


Blessing:- A blessing
from God (Ps 128:3, Deut 6:11).


God’s mercy:- Trusting
in the mercy of God (Ps 52:8).


- Picking olives from
olive tree


Destruction of the world
system:- It can be a warning that the world system [Babylon]
will be destroyed but with a promise that the Lord’s people will be called out
so that they do not participate in the sins or be affected by the plagues of
Babylon (Is 24:13, Rev 18:4).


- Palm tree


True believer:- It can
be an emblem of true believers in Christ (Ez 40:26, Ps 92:12). An upright and
honest person who trusts and loves God (Jer 10:5).


Spiritual growth:-
Someone who grows spiritually irrespective of the pressures of life (Ex 1:12),
or with a sunny personality and being fruitful in all they do.


Place of rest:- It can
indicate a place of comfort, rest and provision (Ex 15:27).


- Palm tree leaves


Victory over sin:- It
can represent joy and victory over sin, satan, the world and death through an
intimate relationship with Christ (Lev 23:40)55.


- Pine tree [cedar tree]


Different ranks united:-
This can indicate people of different ranks and sizes who unite in the service
of the church (Is 41:10).


Glory of God’s
church:- Its height can point to the glory and sweet fragrance of the
church of God (Is 60:13, Is 41:19).


Promise of God’s
comfort:- It can also be guidance from the Lord that He will provide you
shadow [comfort] in a time of trial (Is 41:19).


Holy sacrifice:- It can
also point to a holy sacrifice, to be cleansed from sickness and disease (Lev
14:4-7), or the fresh fragrance of your praise and worship to the Lord.


- Pomegranate tree


Grace to the saints:-
Can symbolize grace to the saints of Christ (Song 6:11, Song 7:12).


Beauty:- Shows the
beauty of a person or the church of Christ (Song 4:13).


Assurance of God’s
love:- A promise that the Lord loves you irrespective of your failings
(Song 4:3, Song 6:7).


Agreement:- An agreement
between people, peace, harmony (Song 8:2).


Joy lost:- Can indicate
that the person has lost his joy (Joel 1:12).


- Pruning tree


Cutting away the unneeded:-
It can symbolize the Lord cutting away sinful attitudes and worldly parts from
your life in order for you to be purified, accepted and to bear much fruit (Is
18:5).


Foundation re-established:-
It can show that a person or a business will be destroyed [fail]
but retains the promise that the foundation [stump]
will remain so that it can be re-established (Is 6:13, Dan 4:23).


- Shadow of tree


Follower:- A supporter
or follower [inseparable companion] (Act 8:13).


Refreshment:- To find
refreshment in the shade (Ps 91:1).


Protection:- To be
protected [hidden by the shadow]. Promise of God’s
protection (Ps 17:8, Jonah 4:6, Is 4:6).


Secrecy:- Someone
suspected of wrongdoing or something secret (Gen 20:16, Prov 5:22).


- Snake in tree


Deception:- It can be a
warning that someone is trying to deceive you into doing something contrary to
the Word of God (Gen 3:1-6).


- Sycamore tree


Abundance:- Abundance,
plentiful (1 King 10:27, 2 Chron 1:15).


Seeking the Lord:-
Seeking the Lord’s presence (Luk 19:4).


- Thorn tree


God’s miraculous presence:-
Can represent the miraculous presence of the Lord (Ex 3:2).


Experiencing hurt:- Can
show being in a hurtful relationship or experiencing pain (Ex 28:24).


Causing harm:- It can
also represent sin that is causing someone harm (Hos 10:8, 2 Cor 12:7).


- Tree in dark and stormy
circumstances


Difficulty:- Can show
going through a very difficult period, maybe struggling with depression and
negativity (Heb 11:37).


- Tree stump


Anchored in Christ:-
Shows that the person is anchored in Christ, and even if their works and fruit
are destroyed, their seed will continue (Is 6:13).


- Willow tree


Fed by the Spirit:-
Points to being led and fed by the Holy Spirit [Water of
Life] (Is 44:4, Ez 17:5).


- Weeping willow


Sorrow:- Can be seen as
a symbol of sorrow.


TRIANGLE


Perfect harmony:-
Harmony, grace, agreement (1 Cor 13:1-13), divine fullness, completeness (Rev
1:4).


Skilful in warfare:- Can
show being skilful and tactical in spiritual warfare (Judg 7:16, 20, Judg 9:43,
1 Sam 11:11, 1 Sam 13:17, Job 1:17).


Perfect unity:- Perfect
unity, the Godhead [the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit]
(Mat 28:19, Is 6:3, Josh 22:22, Ps 50:1).


One-world movement:- It
can represent the one-world movement [see triangle with the
3rd eye on the USA one-dollar note]. Spirit of Egypt [worldly].


Disagreement:- It can
also show disharmony and disagreement in a certain matter (Prov 17:14).


TROLLEY [food
trolley]


Teaching the Word:-
To be called to serve people by presenting the Word of God to them (John 14:7).


Abundant provision:-
Expect an abundant provision of spiritual and/or physical things.


Word revelations:- You
can expect revelations from the Word especially for you (Ex 34:6).


Own effort:- It can be a
caution of someone who is using own effort to present the Word of God to
people.


TROPHY


Reward:- It symbolizes
the reward for victory, or that the prize has been won. It can also be seen as
a sign that that which you have been working for so long is soon to be rewarded
(Ps 58:11, Mat 5:12).


TROUSERS [pants]


Spiritual covering:-
Spiritual covering by Jesus Christ in your walk [in
business, ministry, etc.] with Him. Not merely depending on own strength
in ministry.


Truth:- Girded by the
belt of truth (Eph 6:14).


- Without trousers [naked legs]


Trusting in own strength:-
Trusting in worldly and own strength in your preparation for ministry (Ps
147:10).


TRUMPET [cornet,
shofar]


Summoned to battle:-
Represents a warning that the enemy is in sight and the battle is imminent. To
be summoned and incited by God to go into battle to destroy the enemy (Zech
7:14).


Announcing a message:-
An announcement of a special [prophetic] message
from God (Neh 4:20). The voice of God can sound like a trumpet (Ex 19:16). The
sounding of the trumpet of the Gospel is God’s ordinance, and demands the
attention of all to whom it is sent56 (Num 10:1-10).


Call to the prophetic:-
The trumpet or shofar, is widely used in Holy Spirit ministries and can
therefore be associated with a call to a prophetic ministry and flowing in the
gifts of the Spirit (Hos 8:1).


Preached gospel:- Can
represent the preached Gospel as it sounds an alarm to sinners, calls them to
repentance, proclaims liberty to the captives and slaves of satan, and gathers
the worshippers of God. It directs and encourages their heavenly journey, stirs
them to combat against the world and sin, encouraging them with the assurance
of victory. It directs attention to Christ’s sacrifice and shows the Lord’s
presence for protection.


- Blowing trumpet on wall


Coming danger:- In olden
times this was the method used to warn of coming danger (Neh 4:20).


TRUCK [lorry]


Life:- Refers to a
person’s life, career, ministry, business, an activity or involvement in
something (2 Kings 10:16).


Business:- It often
relates to a large organization, business, farming or trade you are called to,
or are involved in.


Important work:- It can
show the ability to do important and holy work for the Lord (1 Chron 13:7).


Handling heavy burdens:-
As a truck can carry a large burden with comfort, it confirms that you are
equipped to handle heavy burdens as well (Acts 15:28, Matt 11:30).


TSUNAMI


Immense power:- An
illustration of the immense power of God (Ps 104:32).


Coming Revival:-
A move from God in the Spirit and it means that an overwhelming wave of revival
is coming (2 King 13:21).


Harmful spiritual move:-
This shows that there is a new teaching or spiritual move which will enter the
ministry or church and which will cause division and harm to the work of God (2
Sam 22:5).


Hidden danger:- Caution
of hidden danger or a move of the spirit of darkness focused on a certain area
(Ps 140:5).


Restlessness:- Outward
agitation of rage, commotion, tumult, restlessness, prepared to rush into
battle (Ps 2:1). It can also be pride.


Released from bondage:-
To be released from bondage by a sudden and powerful intervention from God
(Acts 16:26).


Sudden intervention:- It
can also point to a sudden intervention that can change the course of the
person’s life. A person whose life is severely affected by sudden and powerful
disruptions or interventions (Is 24:20).


Anger of God:-
Can represent the anger of God (Ps 18:7).


Judgment:- Anger and
judgment coming against someone (Is 13:13, 14).


TULIPS [see
flowers]


European outreach:- This
is a beautiful flower in a variety of colours and is closely associated with
the flowering fields of Holland. It can represent a time of celebration and joy
and can hold the promise of an outreach to Europe.


God’s love:- It can also
show God’s love and glory shining over the people of Japheth [Europeans].


TUNNEL


Passage from one place to the
other:- Can be associated with a means of escape and flight, or crossing
from one place to another, thus being a passage to another place or level (Josh
22:11).


- Dark tunnel


Approaching death:- Can
represent approaching death, or entering the end of your life (Heb 8:8).


















TURBAN [hat]


The type of turban may show the person’s attitude towards work
or a particular situation, such as an army hat which can mean that you must be
prepared for war (Ez 16:10).


Dedication:- Symbol of
dedication [dedicated to the Lord, sports team etc.]
(Zech 6:11, Ex 28:2-4, Ex 29:6, Lev 8:6-9, Heb 2:8, Heb 2:9, Rev 4:4,10, Rev
5:8-14).


Authority:- Authority
and honour (Ex. 28:40, Ex 29:9, Ex 39:28).


Prepared:- Active and
well-prepared for the service of God. Anointed with the Holy Spirit (Lev 10:7,
Ps 45:7, Is 61:1, 1 John 2:27, Rev 19:8).


Protection:- Submission
to the spiritual authority and covering of the Holy Spirit (Ex 29:9).
Protection (Eph 6:17).


Salvation:- Hope of
salvation (Is 59:17).


Subjection:- It can be
seen a mark of subjection. Subjection to the world or to a person. By wearing a
hat when praying in the Spirit you are dishonouring God (1 Cor 11:3-7).


TURKEY


Foolish person:- It can
represent a foolish person who talks a lot but lacks insight and wisdom (Jer
5:21).


Presumption:-
Presumptuous, wrongly assuming a word is from the Lord (Deut 18:20).


Vanity:- Vanity and
self-promotion (Jer 10:8).


Offended:- Can be easily
offended and retreating into own corner.


TURQUOISE [see
colours]


Dwelling:- Symbolic of
the colour of the tribe of Zebulon which means place of habitation [where you stay] or dwelling (Ex 23:20).


At the right place:- You
are at the right place where you can expect good tidings or a good gift,
present or provision from God (Gen 30:20, Gen 48:9).


International calling:-
It is also the colour of the sea which shows that you can do business and trade
worldwide or initiate an international evangelical ministry (Deut 33:19, Prov
13:22).


- Dull turquoise


Not responding to the Lord:-
If it is a dull of pale turquoise colour it shows that you are not taking up
the opportunities that the Lord is making available to you. It is possible that
you are not where God wants you to be (Prov 27:8, Is 49:20). It can also be a
warning to get off your backside and start doing what God has called you to do.


TURTLE [tortoise]


Ability to discern the
seasons:- Can represent someone who discerns the seasons of God (Jer
8:7).


Withdrawing:- Someone
who prefers to work on their own and either withdraws [ignore
others by withdrawing into his shell] when he encounters resistance or
has a different opinion (Prov 18:1).


Presence of a water spirit:-
In Biblical times it was compared to the crocodile and can thus show the
presence of the leviathan [water] spirit (Job 41:1).


Religious spirit:- Such
a person would seem burdened and legalistic, and unable to move beyond the
safety of their [legalist, religious or controlled]
environment (2 Cor 5:4).


TURTLEDOVE


God’s greatness:- It
represents the richness and greatness of God (Ps 68:13).


Kind person:- Shows
someone who is kind, gentle and fully reliant on God’s protection (Ps 74:19).


Love:- Represents
feelings of love, peace and a longing to be with loved ones (Song 2:14).


Purity:- It shows
someone who is pure and undefiled, with inner beauty, true to their mate (Song
5:2), is being led by the Holy Spirit and won’t lose direction easily (Matt
3:1, 1 Cor 2:16).


Mourning:- Experiencing
a sense of loss and mourning (Ps 56:1, Is 38:14).


Self-affliction:-
Someone who can make silly decisions causing himself harm (Hos 7:14).


Keeping direction:- To
be guided by the Holy Spirit, not losing direction easily (Matt 3:1, 1 Cor
2:16).


TWELVE [12]


Permanency:- Points to
permanency, unity and completeness sanctioned by Divine election [the tree of life bore twelve fruits].


Perfect government:- It
represents perfection. Perfect government. A nation [12
tribes, 12 apostles] (Ex 24:4).


Authority:- Authority,
apostolic calling, and to belong [12 stones in the high
priest’s breastplate] (Ex 28:21, Rev 21:19-21).


Cycle:- A Cycle or a
period in one’s life [12 months].


Universe:- Universe [12 signs of the zodiac] (Matt 19:28, Rev 22:2).


Heavenly Jerusalem:-
There are twelve foundations in the heavenly Jerusalem with its twelve gates.


Queen of heaven:- It can
represent the new age queen of heaven. The woman clothed with the sun has
twelve stars around her head [the European Union symbol],
and the cosmic egg [4 x 3] which supposedly bore the
earth.


TWINS


Paired:- To be paired.
To be suited to work and minister together. Jesus sent out his disciples in
groups of two (2 Cor 1:1). It can also point to a ministry that functions on
more than one level, for example the pastoral and apostolic or the prophetic
and evangelistic.


Dividing:- It can
symbolize the separation of that which is now one into two (Gen 38:27-30).


Double calling:- A
double calling on a person’s life such as business and ministry1 [or apostolic and prophetic] (1 Tim 2:7).


Idolatry:- Deity,
idolatry (Acts 28:11).


TWISTER [tornado]


Confrontation:- Can
symbolize a powerful confrontation (Ps 78:26).


Miracles:- Can represent
miracles such as when Elijah was taken up into heaven [Elijah
taken up and Elisha receiving the prophetic mantle] (2King 2:1; 11).


Spiritual change:- An
act of God to untwist your perverse nature and change you to a God fearing
person.


God’s voice:- A
representation of the voice of the Lord speaking to you [thus
making it important to recognize the voice in the whirlwind] (Job 38:1;
Job 40:6).


Christ’s return:-
Sometimes illustrates Christ’s return (Is 66:15).


Destruction of the wicked:-
Sudden destruction of the wicked (Ps 58:9, Prov 1:27, Is 17:13, Is 40:24, Is
41:16, Jer 30:23).


Evil presence:-
Sometimes referred to as the South-wind, it shows the presence of evil (Jer
25:32). Can signify calamity, distress and anguish (Pro 1:27, Is 5:28, Jer
4:13).


Sinful life:- Signifies
the fruit of a life of sin and vanity [twisted nature]
(Hos 8:7). To scatter and to make desolate [unusable]
(Zech 7:14).


Judgment of false prophets:-
It can be a caution of the vengeance of God against false prophets who say
things to appease people and do not pronounce what is revealed to them by the
Lord (Jer 23:16-20).


- White Twister


Peace:- Peace and quiet
from the Lord (Job 37:17).


TWO [2]


Pair:- It can indicate a
pair [two that belong together] (Gen 6:19, Gen 7:9).


Agreement:- It can point
to an agreement between two people with a common objective (1 Sam 23:18).


Dual argument:- An
argument that cuts both ways (Ps 149:6).


Partnership:- Can
indicate a union or partnership that will be of benefit [strengthening]
to both parties (Ecc 4:9, 11, Ecc 4:12, Jer 34:18).


Ministry:- It points to
a ministry that functions on more than one level, for example the pastoral and
apostolic or the prophetic and evangelistic.


Divided ways:- A place
where one of two ways [way is divided] must be
decided upon (Is 7:15, 2 Sam 24:12).


Different levels:- It
can point to different levels [higher and lower] (Gen
1:6, Gen 25:23).


Double minded:- A double
minded person [cannot decide where he belongs] (Job
13:20, Mat 6:24).


Division:- A warning of
division [disagreement] and/or straying from the
faith (Is 45:2, Jer 2:13, Phil 1:22).


TYRES [wheels]


Presence of the Holy
Spirit:- The air in the
tyre represents the presence of the Holy Spirit upon which the ministry [vehicle] is traveling, therefore it indicates whether
there is a reliance on the Holy Spirit, or on own effort.


Removing reproach:-
Gilgal, a place in Israel, means wheel or rolling, and this is where God
removed the reproach from His people.


Moving freely:- If the
wheels are filled with air, it can then be said that the business or ministry
will move freely and prosperously (Josh 5:9, Ez 1:20).


Self-reliance:- Caution
that the person is relying on own effort.


Business ability:- Shows
someone’s ability and motivation to bridge the challenges of business or
ministry (Acts 10:38).


Preparedness:- Can be
likened to shoes of willingness (Eph 6:15) to spread the Gospel of Christ.
Preparedness and faith for what you are involved in.


- Flat tyres


Loss of faith:-
Symbolize someone’s disappointment or loss of faith in their business or
ministry.


Discouragement:-
Discouragement, a force or circumstances which inhibit the business, person or
ministry to move forward effectively and successfully (Num 21:4).


Reliance on own effort:-
Reliance on own effort and not trusting the Holy Spirit for guidance. It can
also symbolize discouragement and tiredness (Ex 14:25, Ecc 12:6).












U


UFO [spacecraft,
flying saucer]


Supernatural:- This is
something new or out of the ordinary from the supernatural realm and can
therefore point to a miracle and/or supernatural event that can be expected
(Heb 2:4).


Call for fasting and prayer:-
In some cases it can be a call for fasting and prayer in order for miracles to
happen (Mark 9:29, Is 58).


Powers of darkness:- The
ominous presence of a UFO can signify the powers of darkness which are
functioning in, or from the second heaven.


Divination:- Reflection
of involvement in show divination and/or astrology [sun,
moon and stars] and involvement in the occult (2 King 17:17).


- Green UFO


Financial miracle:-
Green is normally associated with fruitfulness and financial reward, therefore
this can point to a financial miracle or supernatural and abundant provision (2
King 4:2-7).


- Dark UFO


Controlling spirit:- A
dark or black UFO, or one absorbed in darkness can point to a manipulative
spirit exerting control over others.


Religious spirit:- It
can also point to religious fleshliness that is not of God, or to the presence
of the spirit of darkness (Eph 6:12, Luke 4:14-19).


UMBILICAL CORD


Fed by the Lord:-
Symbolic of a person that is fed with the Word of God and the Holy Spirit
before being released into ministry.


Ungodly soul tie:- It
can symbolize an ungodly soul tie between a parent and child. A caution that
this soul tie must be cut in order to release and free the other person into
their calling.


UMBRELLA


Protection:- Protected
from harsh people or demanding circumstances [Cloud by day]
(Num 10:34).


UNDERCOVER AGENT [secret
agent]


Secret message:- Someone
not easily recognized therefore making an ideal messenger. It can therefore
represent a message from God delivered by an angel (Ps 91:11).


UNDERPANTS [shorts]


Basic covering:- Can
show basic [or the minimum] covering (1 Sam 2:18; 2
Sam 6:14).


Honouring God:-
Shows holding on tightly to God. It can refer to abundantly praising and
honouring God (Jer 13:11), or to righteousness and faithfulness (Is 11:5, Jer
13:11).


Prophetic garment:- It
is also a prophetic garment [Elijah] (2 Kings 1:8,
Mat 3:4, Is 20:2, Jer 13:1).


Self-sufficiency:- It
can be a caution of a self-sufficient and independent person who has a fleshly
approach towards ministry.


Not covered:- It can
also be a warning that the person is not covered by the Lord (Ps 147:10).


- Hairy or sack underpants


Sign of mourning:- A
sign of mourning, or a warning to prepare for mourning.


- Torn, lost Shorts or
underpants


Stubbornness:- A caution
that the person is not holding on to God. It can also refer to stubbornness
wickedness and not obeying God, or point to worship of strange [other] gods (Jer 13:10, Jer 13:11).


UNICORN


New Age
religion:- A unicorn is a symbol of the new age movement.


False teachings:- It can
indicate that you are trusting false teachings and prophecies [fairy-tales] and not the Lord.


Own abilities:- Such a
person would often trust in their own ability to resolve issues and not wait on
the Lord to guide and lead them (1 Sam 13:9-11, Is 30:16).


Spirits of the air:- It
can also point to the presence of spirits of the air (Eph 6:12).


UNIFORM [army
uniform]


Spiritual armour:- Shows
that the person is protected with spiritual armour, ready for battle, prepared
for spiritual warfare (1 Sam 17:5, Eph 6:11-16).


Own battle:- Can be a
caution that the person is attempting to battle against spiritual issues on his
own, with his own power and skills.


UNIVERSITY


Training in the gifts of the Spirit:-
This show entering an advanced period of training and schooling in the gifts of
the Spirit, and being coached and discipled by many people. A call to study the
Word of God to get a deeper understanding of His power and grace (Job 33:16,
Prov 4:2).


UPPER ROOM [attic]


Place of prayer:- A
place of prayer. A call for a deeper and more in-depth time of prayer, or to
spend more time with the Lord in prayer (Mark 14:15).


URANUS [planet]


Idolatry:- Greek god of
the sky. It can therefore be a warning of idolatry, presence of the queen of
heaven [Jezebel], or something that is not of God
(Jer 7:18, Jer 44:17).


URINE


Inner cleansing:- Can
indicate being relieved of that which has been rejected by your body [the Temple of God]. It can therefore show that you are
being [or have the need to be] cleansed from inner [hidden] sins (2 Kings 18:27).


Consequences of sin:-
Can represent the consequences of inner sin and bitterness that you are not
submitting to the forgiving heart of God (2 Chron 21:15, Gen 4:7).


URINATING [
bladder]


Inner cleansing:- Being
relieved of that which has been rejected by your body [the
Temple of God], and can therefore show that you are being cleansed from
inner sins (2 Kings 18:27).


- Bladder infection


Sin or bitterness:- This
can represent the consequences of sin and bitterness which you are still
keeping or not submitting to the forgiving heart of God (2 Chron 21:15, Gen
4:7).


- Full bladder


Suppressing inner cleansing:-
This can show that you are suppressing the urge to be cleansed from inner sins
even though it causes pressure and discomfort (Jer 4:19).


- Urine [or water] at your feet


Returning to sinful ways:-
Like a dog returning to its vomit you are staying close to your sins, even
though you have been cleansed. Rather flee from trouble and sin than to keep
standing close to it! (Prov 26:11).


URN


Purification:- It can
symbolize purification [sanctification] (Prov 17:3,
Prov 27:21) and can also point to a burden for something or someone which is
boiling inside of you (Ps 81:6).


Heated argument:- It can
point to anger or a heated argument which is being brought to the point of
resolution or even to violence (Job 41:20).


UTERUS


Cared and prepared:- It
represents an immature person or young believer who is being nourished and
protected until ready to be released into their calling (Job 31:15, Is 44:2).


Body of Christ:-
It can also point to the church [as the Body of Christ]
that brings the unsaved to Christ (Ps 110:3, Ecc 11:5).


Comfortable place:- A
warm, protected and comfortable place where you are cared for in order to
prepare you for your new life in Christ.


New nation:- Establishing
a new nation (Gen 25:23, Is 46:3).


Impending reward:- The
Lord is about to reward you as He has promised (Ps 127:3).


Incubation of your calling:-
It can also represent the Lord’s calling which is being impregnated or
incubated (Jer 1:5).


UVULA


Ability to prophesy:- To
be blessed with the gift of giving a prophetic word that comes directly from
God57 (Num 12:6).












V


VAGRANT [beggar]


Lost soul:- Refers to
lost souls or spiritually dead people, but can also point to emotional and
spiritual poverty. It shows the need for healing and restoration (Is 61:2-5).


VACUUM CLEANER


Spiritual cleansing:-
Can point to spiritual cleansing of a person, business or ministry (Is 14:23) [take note where and how the vacuum cleaner is used for greater
insight].


VAIL [veil]


Hidden:- A veil speaks
of something hidden or concealed from view (Luke 24:45), or it can show
something preventing the person from understanding what the Lord is telling
them.


Need for prayer:- It
shows a need for prayer to tear away or remove the veil [that
which is preventing the person from seeing the will of the Lord].


- Thick, dark vail


Legalistic:- It can show
that the person is very legalistic and still under the Law [religious spirit], or that they are not exposing the real
issues, therefore not giving the true picture (Is 28:15, Is 59:2).


- Vail removed or opened


Revealed:- It shows
being prepared to reveal that which is hidden. It can also indicate that the
Lord has given you a revelation of something which was hidden or which will
happen in the future (Luke 24:45, Mat 5:14).


VAMPIRE


Unclean:- To control
something or someone. Obsession. Unclean. Darkness.


Secret works:- As a bat
operates under the cover of darkness, it can symbolize secret and evil works
(Eph 5:12).


Witchcraft:- It is often
associated with witchcraft and demonic activities (Mat 15:22, Lev 11:13).


Medium:- It can refer to
a person who communicates with the dead1 (Lev 20:6, 27, Lev 19:31, 1 Sam 28:7,
2 King 21:6, Is 8:19, 20, Is 19:3).


Judgment:- It can point
to the judgment of God for those that drink blood (Lev 3:17).


VAN [microbus,
kombi]


Family ministry:-
Usually used to transport a family, therefore it can be associated with
involvement in a family ministry. It can also point to guidance from the Lord
that you have to invest more time in your own family (1 Tim 5:8).


VALLEY [foot
of mountain]


Fruitful place:- This is
normally a fruitful place and can show that you are entering a place or time
where your seed [inputs] will be invested where it
will reap an abundant return.


Place of hope:- It is
also a place of hope [valley of Achor [Is 65:10]. A
way out, or of escape (Zech 14:5, Ps 23:4) even though things may not look so
positive.


Time of testing:- A low
place, time of testing or difficulty time. If it is a dry, arid valley it can
speak of entering a place of testing and tribulation such as Joseph did when he
was thrown into the pit in the valley of Shechem.


Division:- It can show
division (Zech 14:1, 4) and that you are unable to choose which mountain [challenge] to climb.


- Valley of shadow of
death


Darkness and misery:- It
can indicate involvement in a continual cloud of intellectual darkness, misery,
and sin (Luk 1:79, Mat 4:16) where the substance of death is removed and only
the shadow remains. A shadow cannot kill and the shadow of death cannot destroy
(Ps 44:19, Job 3:5, Job 10:21, 22, Job 24:17, Jer 2:6, Luk 1:79).


Closeness of the enemy:-
Your enemies must look on quietly without being able to do anything, and see
how God provides for you.


Exposed to danger and evil:-
You are walking through a valley of death, exposed to pitfalls, precipices,
devouring beasts. Fear no evil, stay under the guidance and protection of your
Shepherd (Ps 31:20 Ps 23:4) [a shadow is darkness (death)
cast upon a place by a body raised between it and the light of life].


VAPOUR


Temporary nature:- A
reminder of the temporary nature of man (Jam 4:14, Jer 10:13).


VASE [jar]


Frailty:- It is a symbol
that represents the frailty of man (Rom 9:21, Jer 18:6).


VEGETABLES


Fruit of labour:- The
results [fruit] of your labour in your workplace,
business or ministry [garden] (Phil 4:17).


VEHICLES [see
also the different types of vehicles]


Type of ministry:- A
vehicle can symbolize a ministry, a business or a specific task that the Lord
is calling you for. You will find that the type of vehicle will bear a
resemblance to the specific environment or circumstances the person is involved
in. For example, a farmer will be associated with tractors, trailers, etc. A
church leader or minister can be associated with a sedan or a boat which
normally points to a calling to a preaching or teaching ministry (James 3:1).
Some businesses can be symbolised by a bakkie [LDV]
or a forklift depending on the type of business.


- Vehicle ambulance


Call to caring ministry:-
If driving the ambulance, the person is called to lead a caring, healing,
rescuing ministry.


Support to the sick:- If
a passenger, he will be involved in the care or support of those who are broken
and sick (Is 61:1-3).


- Vehicle driver


Active participant:- If
someone is driving the vehicle, it shows that they will be responsible for, or
be in charge of a ministry.


- Vehicle crash


Sudden trouble:- Can be
a business or ministry running into severe and unexpected trouble (Job 3:26).


- Vehicle fuel


Holy Spirit
power:- Represents that which inspires and propels a business, person or
ministry forward. It can also represent the functioning of the Holy Spirit in
your life or enterprise (1 Thes 1:5).


- Vehicle passenger


Passive participant:- It
shows that the person will participate but not be in charge.


- 4 wheel drive vehicle


Equipped for a purpose:-
This shows that your ministry or business will operate in places where others
are unable to go. You are equipped for particularly difficult tasks or
circumstances in order to break new ground in a powerful way (Acts 2:22, 2 Cor
12:10).


AIRBORNE VEHICLES


Promise of participation in the
spiritual realm:- Even though this can be interpreted literally [meaning that you can expect to fly somewhere soon] it
mainly relates to your role and participation in that which is of the spiritual
realm. The type of aircraft will give an indication as to what type of ministry
or spiritual activity is indicated (2 Pet 1:19-21).


Holy Spirit
reliance:- Can be associated with a ministry that relies on the working
of the Holy Spirit to be successful. If you are in the aircraft it means being
actively involved, but if you only see it you will be influenced or exposed to
that particular activity.


Timing of fulfilment:-
The time before the aircraft leaves, if known, [flight time]
can give an indication of the time which will pass before the prophetic word
will manifest in the natural.


Spiritual event:- Points
to a spiritual ministry, business or event. Can be associated with a prophetic
word.


- Aircraft that crashed


Spirit filled ministry
failure:- This is symbolic of the failure, or split, of a spiritual
ministry or activity (Is 34:2).


Unfulfilled prophecy:-
It can also represent a prophetic word which did not come into fulfilment (Luk
6:49).


- Aircraft carrier


Safe haven to be refreshed:-
Symbolizes a safe haven [an extension of the Body of Christ]
where those who are involved in spiritual warfare and Holy Spirit ministries,
can be equipped, refreshed and prepared to be sent out again (Matt 4:22, Eph
6).


Call to support ministries:-
It can be a call for a person, ministry, church or business to equip and
support ministries in spiritual warfare (Eph 6:12).


AIRPLANE


Holy Spirit
ministry:- As it flies in the air [symbolizing the
Holy Spirit] it symbolizes a ministry that allows the free flow of the
Holy Spirit.


Spiritual ministry activities:-
It shows participation in spiritual activities (Act 2:2). The type of activity
is dependent upon the type of plane being seen or are flown in. If you only see
or observe the plane, you will be exposed to a spiritual event, but if you fly
in it you will be actively used to minister the gifts of the Spirit.


- Airplane crash [small plane]


Personal failure:- Can
point to a personal disaster or failure of a small business (Ps 78:33) [see also directions].


Negligence resulting in
failure:- Negligence, rejection of a prophetic word or carelessness can
result in the failure of a business or ministry.


Witness of ministry failure:-
If you see the crash, it can show that you will be a witness to the split or
failure of a spiritual ministry or business.


Failure of the ministry:-
In a congregational context it can point to the failure of the spiritual
ministry or possibly point to a split in the ministry or congregation (Job
15:24).


Natural end of business:-
It can represent a warning of God’s imminent judgment on a business or ministry
and therefore symbolize the death [end] of the
ministry or business (Hos 9:11).


- Airplane circling to
land


Wait patiently:- You are
in a waiting pattern. The Lord is telling you not to rush into a ministry or business,
as His timing to release you has not yet arrived (Lev 15:13, 28).


- Airplane coming in to
land


In line with God’s
timing:- This shows that you are in line with the Lord’s timing.


Fulfilment of God’s
promise:- You have waited long enough and can now expect the imminent
fulfilment of the Lord’s promise (Deut 24:11).


- Airplane taking off


Prepared for Spirit
filled ministry:- You need to prepare yourself as you will move into a
ministry or business opportunity, which will flow in the Holy Spirit.


On the wings of an eagle:-
You will be carried on the wings of an eagle and move to high places where you
will experience the glory of the Holy God of Israel. (Deut 32:11).


- Black airplane


Spirit of darkness:-
This can represent the presence of a spirit of darkness which would require
spiritual warfare to oppose it. A single seater plane can represent the angel
of death.


- Bomber airplane


Sudden inroad against the
enemy:- Shows that there will be sudden and large inroads made against
the works of the enemy in times of spiritual warfare (Josh 10:37).


- Glider airplane


Holy Spirit
reliance:- This shows that the business or ministry which you are
embarking upon is fully dependant and reliant on the guidance of the Holy
Spirit.


Holy Spirit
powered:- It does not need effort [engine]
from your side as it is fully powered by the Holy Spirit (Zech 4:6).


- Jet airplane


Fast growing Holy
Spirit ministry:- This
points to a powerful and fast growing ministry flowing in the gifts of the
Spirit (Is 49:6).


Holy Spirit
led business:- It can be a fast growing business guided by the working
of the Holy Spirit.


- Large passenger airplane
[airliner]


Large move of the Spirit:-
It shows a large move in or of the Spirit within the organized church involving
many people (Ps 36:8). The size of the plane points to a congregation, or even
a denomination, that flows in the gifts of Holy Spirit.


Large enterprise:- It
can point to a large business or enterprise (2 Cor 10:4-5).


- Military airplane or a
fighter jet


Spiritual warfare ministry:-
If you are flying the jet, you will lead a Spirit driven spiritual warfare
ministry (Is 13:5).


Call to spiritual warfare:-
If you only see or observe a fighter jet, it can mean that you must enter into
spiritual warfare before you can receive revelations from the Lord (Rom 16:25).


Prepare for battle:- Be
prepared for the battle! The Lord wants to mightily use you as a prayer warrior
(1 King 8:44).


- Red plane


Ministry protected by Jesus’
Blood:- Red is the
colour of spiritual cleansing by the blood of the Lamb (Lev 14:7, 13) which
means that this represents a ministry or business, cleansed and protected by
the blood of the Jesus.


- Small airplane [light passenger
plane]


Flowing of spiritual gifts:-
This can symbolize flowing in the gifts of the Spirit (Ps 18:10, Is 40:31).


Resting in God:-
If the plane is flying you are already blessed and flowing in the gifts and can
rest in the Lord.


Prepared for ministry:-
If the plane is still on the ground, it means that you are still being prepared
for ministry. It can also point to a small business or spiritual ministry in
which you will be involved (Ps 132:17).


- Transport airplane


Workplace touched by the Holy
Spirit:- This symbolizes
the spiritual condition in your workplace. It can point to a factory, warehouse
or office block that will be touched by a powerful move of the Holy Spirit (Ps
86:9).


- White plane


Purity:- Represents
holiness and purity (Prov 22:11), which means that the ministry or business is
based on a foundation of integrity, honesty and transparency.


- Air Balloon


Spirit led:- It is
filled with and driven by air and the wind which shows that it is being led by
the flowing of the Holy Spirit in business or ministry (Zech 4:6).


Self-will:- If you are
controlling the direction of the balloon it points to an attempt to control the
work of the Holy Spirit by trying to do things your own way (1 Sam 14:19).


- Helicopter


Imminent rescue:-
Helicopters are used in rescue efforts. It can therefore symbolize imminent
rescue from a difficult situation through divine revelation or intervention
(Gen 45:7, 1 Sam 30:8).


Works of the flesh:- A
helicopter does not soar in the air on wings but is forced upwards by power. It
can therefore represent works of the flesh, where you do your own thing.


Rebellion:- Can show
that your ministry is not guided by the Holy Spirit but strongly propelled by
the spirit of man. It can also be associated with rebellion (2 Tim 4:2).


- Black helicopter


Influence of the spirit of
darkness:- Influences of the spirit of darkness operating through human
efforts and man inspired ministries.


False promise:- False
promise of rescue (Job 24:17, Is 8:22).


- Rocket


Apostolic ministry:-
This carries explosive power, travels through the air with force and can make
significant changes in a short space in time. It can therefore be associated
with an apostolic ministry, or a powerful and sudden move of the Holy Spirit
which will make vast strides of progress (Zeph 1:18).


Unexpected attack:- Like
fiery arrows shot from the darkness, a rocket can travel a long distance
undetected and cause severe havoc and turmoil. It can therefore symbolize a
sudden and unexpected attack coming against you (Jud 1:10).


- Flying Saucer [spacecraft]


Supernatural:- This is
something out of the ordinary and in the supernatural realm and can therefore
point to a miracle and/or supernatural event that can be expected (Heb 2:4).


Call for fasting and prayer:-
In some cases it can be a call for fasting and prayer in order for miracles to
happen (Mark 9:29, Is 58).


Powers of darkness:- The
ominous presence of a spacecraft can signify the powers of darkness which are
functioning in, or from, the second heaven.


Divination:- Can show
divination and/or astrology [sun, moon and stars]
and the involvement of the occult (2 King 17:17).


- Green spacecraft


Green is normally associated with fruitfulness and financial
reward therefore this can point to a financial miracle or supernatural and
abundant provision (2 King 4:2-7).


- Dark spacecraft


Controlling spirit:- A
dark or black spacecraft, or one absorbed in darkness can point to a
manipulative spirit exerting control over others.


Religious spirit:- It
can also point to religious fleshliness that is not of God or to the presence
of the spirit of darkness (Eph 6:12, Luke 4:14-19).


WATER BASED VEHICLES


- Boat


Your life:- A boat is
normally used for fishing, leisure or traveling and can point to your life, a
ministry, an activity or an enterprise which you may currently be involved in
or soon will be (Matt 13:2, 2 Chron 9:21, Matt 4:20).


- Bow of boat


Future vision:- As the
bow is at the front it points to breaking into something new or to be at the
forefront of a new activity or project. If you are seen standing on the bow, it
can symbolize looking into the future, getting a vision of what is waiting
ahead (Luk 8:22).


- Fishing boat


Evangelism:- Represents
an evangelistic ministry. If you are the captain of the boat, the Lord will use
you as an evangelist to go out into the world and bring lost souls into God’s
Kingdom (Matt 4:19, Mark 1:17, Is 60:9).


- Pleasure boat


Leisure and relaxation:-
It represents relaxation and leisure and can symbolize someone at rest in the
Lord and relaxed in their circumstances (Is 32:18).


- Powerboat


Powerful and energetic person:-
This can represent someone with lots of drive and energy working relentlessly
towards a set target. It can also represent a strong drive in business or
ministry (Gen 31:6, Deut 8:17, Act 1:8).


Strong worldly influence:-
The powerful engine can signify a person’s reliance on worldly power and might
and not on the power of the Holy Spirit, opening doors to worldly influences
(Zech 4:6).


- Row boat or rowing the
boat


Personal power:- Pushed
forward by self-will and fleshly power and not by the power of the Holy Spirit.
Therefore it can represent the works of the flesh, where you do your own thing.
It means that your ministry is not guided by the Holy Spirit but strongly
propelled by the spirit of man (2 Tim 4:2).


- Sailboat


Holy Spirit
led ministry:- It can represent a business, ministry, person or project
powered and directed by the Holy Spirit, which means He is guiding and leading
the person’s life (Zech 4:6, Ps 18:10).


- Small boat


Personal teaching ministry:-
This symbolizes a small or personal teaching ministry (Mark 3:9).


- Three level [deck] boat


Levels of maturity:- As
with a house or building, different levels or floors refer to different levels
of maturity in the natural or spiritual. As a boat refers to your life, the
three levels [decks] [perfect
union] can point to maturity, wisdom and discernment in the natural, and
the ability to see, hear and discern at different levels in the spiritual as
well (Num 12:6).


Higher level of prophetic
gifting:- It can show that the Lord is raising you up to function in the
prophetic gifts, to see, hear and discern in the spiritual and interpret what
He is saying under the guidance of the Holy Spirit (Rom 12:6).


- Well preserved boat


Spiritually healthy person:-
Something neat, clean and well preserved normally represents spiritual health,
therefore this can show that the person, business or ministry is spiritually
healthy. It also refers to a righteous person (Matt 13:43).


- Submarine


Under-cover ministry to the
unreached:- Can be used to take the Gospel into those countries where it
is forbidden. Therefore it can symbolize a call to missionary work in unreached
and closed countries (2 Pet 3:5).


Hidden danger:- As a
submarine operates under the water it can represent a hidden danger or threat
(Matt 10:26). Something dangerous and hidden from view which can harm your
business, ministry or career without you expecting it or being warned of it.


- Canoe


Warrior-like activity:-
Can be associated with a warrior-like and challenging activity. You are
competing in order to win (John 21:9).


- Red canoe


Relentless challenges:-
The colour red can represent danger, anger and hate, meaning that there may
come relentless challenges against the business, ministry or person with the
aim to conquer and cause harm (Rev 9:19).


SHIP


Leadership:- Symbolizes
leadership (Is 33:21). The interpretation depends much on the type of ship.


Evangelism:- It can
signify an evangelistic move, church or ministry which takes a lot of time,
endurance and perseverance to establish.


Large ministry:- It can
also represent a business or large ministry. In many cases it is a place of
important decision-making that will impact the life of the person, church or
business for a long time to come.


- Battleship


Spiritual warfare leadership:-
This can symbolize a position of leadership in a spiritual warfare ministry
that will take place over a long period. It will require patience, endurance
and perseverance (Num 31:27, Deut 20:1).


- Black or dark battleship


Spiritual attack:- This
can be a warning that spiritual forces of darkness are preparing an attack
against you (Ex 15:9, Lam 1:10). You can expect this to lead to an extended
period of battle. It will require holding onto the Lord as never before (2 Cor
10:3-5). You will have to call on God to send His warring angels to protect you
with a wall of fire (Ps 91:11).


- Bow of ship


Something new:- The bow
is at the front and points to breaking into something new or to be at the
forefront of a new activity or project.


Future vision:- If you
are standing on the bow, it can symbolize looking into the future to get a
vision of what is waiting ahead (Luk 8:22).


- Cargo ship


Business leadership:-
This can symbolize taking a leadership position in the business world, or point
to your extended involvement in an important or export venture. It can also
mean that you can expect to get access to resources in the near future (2 Chron
9:21).


Worldly dependence:- Can
mean that you are continuously waiting for your “ship to come in”, meaning your
dependence on worldly resources. This is especially true when it is a poorly
maintained cargo ship (Rev 18:11).


- Hospital ship


Healing ministry:- It
can mean that you will be sent on an extended rescue mission, or it can
symbolize a church or a large ministry involved in a caring, healing and
deliverance ministry.


Restoration ministry:-
You will be involved in ministry to those who are wounded, helpless and broken
(Is 61:1).


- Holiday or cruise ship


Leisure:- This
represents leisure, rest and relaxation. You can expect a break in the
pressures of life and enter a period of rest and restoration (Josh 22:4). It
can literally represent a long holiday or vacation from business and ministry
activities.


Restoration ministry:-
If you are steering the ship it can mean that you will be involved in a rest
and restoration ministry or retreat (1 Kings 8:56).


Worldly influence in church:-
This can point to someone in the leadership of a church or ministry giving in
to worldly influences and pressure. The focus is more on entertaining people
than to do the work of God (James 4:3).


- Large ship


High leadership role:-
The Lord has prepared you for involvement in a large business, church or
ministry. You are warned to prepare yourself for a leadership role in this
enterprise.


Think big:- Think big
and expect to bring in a huge harvest for the Lord (Luk 10:2).


- Luxury liner


End-time gathering:-
This can show that God is bringing together His children in a place of comfort
and protection in preparation for the end times. The vessel which will sweep
you into paradise has been prepared. You can live in the hope that the Lord will
save you in the same way that God saved Noah and his family (Gen 7:13).


End-time is near:- It
can indicate that the end of the world is near. Just as Noah and his family
were witnesses of the destruction of the world, you are warned that you will
also be a witness (Gen 7:23).


- Ship entering the
harbour


Point of breakthrough:-
This can show that your time of perseverance and patience is about to pay off.
You are close to reaching the goal or achieving the vision. Your business or
ministry is at the point of breaking through or you are at the place of safety
after a turbulent time. The time of harvest is near (Ruth 1:22, Job 29:4).


- Slave ship


Controlling spirit:-
Just as slavery represents a spirit of control or a religious spirit, you are
warned that the church, business or ministry you are involved in, are holding
people in bondage, misleading and manipulating them in order to stay in
control. You have to unshackle the chains as you are free in Christ (Gal 4:31,
2 Thes 3:1).


- Wrecked ship


End to worldliness:- In
a positive sense it can actually show that your involvement in worldly
activities will come to an end and that you will submit to God in brokenness
(Acts 27:41).


Worldwide business failure:-
The business, church, ministry or career of the person in leadership will come
to an abrupt end or run into difficulty.


Out of God’s
will:- It can also be a warning that you are no longer following God’s
Will for your life.


Sin that leads to destruction:-
It can also be a warning that if you will not stop your involvement in sin you
will come to destruction (2 Pet 2:1).


ROAD BASED VEHICLES


- Bulldozer


Breaking new ground:- It
points to breaking new ground. The Lord will use the person to establish
something new. It can be a business innovation which will lay the foundations
for many new business opportunities.


Apostolic ministry:- It
can also signify an apostolic type ministry which breaks down religious barriers
and prepares the way for others to follow (1 Tess 5:2, 1 Tim 2:7).


Destructive person:-
Caution of a person who has the intention to destroy that which has already
been established with great difficulty and care (Hab 1:3).


- Bus


Equipping ministry:-
Signifies a movement which takes people on board to a new destination. It often
shows involvement in training or equipping business or ministry (2 Tim 2:2).


- School bus


Teaching ministry:- This
shows a strong calling to teaching or a teaching ministry working with school
going children. It can also point to involvement in a youth ministry or a
Sunday school ministry (Job 21:11; Rom 12:7).


- Tour bus [passenger]


Equipping journey:- The
Lord is taking you on a journey as part of a group, to equip you. If you are a
passenger you will only be a participant, but if you are the driver you will
mentor a group of people for an extended period of time.


Travelling ministry:-
Can also point to involvement in a traveling ministry to groups of people (Mark
6:39).


Not responsible:- If you
are an inactive passenger it can show that you are not taking up your
responsibility to minister to groups of people (Prov 10:4).


CAR


Person’s life:- As with
other vehicles, it symbolizes a person’s life, career, ministry, business, an
activity or involvement in something (2 Kings 10:16). The type of car often
relates or corresponds to the type of business or trade the person is called to
or involved in.


- Armoured car


Precious provision:- It
is used to transport money [precious provision] and
can be likened to someone who is bringing provision to those that needs it.


- Car parked at top of
hill


Call to prayer:- A hill
[a higher place] is somewhere you can see far off
into the distance [see better] or a place of
retreat. It can therefore show that you need to set aside your fervent activity
and seek the presence of the Lord for guidance and restoration (Acts 9:31).


- Car breakdown


Difficulty:- This can be
seen as a warning that your career, life or ministry will be affected by
difficulty, or that you may run into difficulties and obstacles [even totally stopped] in the things you are involved in
(Prov 18:14). It can also refer to sickness or injury1.


- Car accident or
collision [involved in]


Confrontation:- This is
a warning of impending conflict and confrontation, or a mistake, sin or poor
judgment which will cause harm to your life, business or ministry (Acts 8:30).


- Car wreck


Witness to a failure:-
If you are not involved in a wreck or you are driving past a wrecked car, be on
the lookout for clues, as you may be a witness of such a failure or you may be
in a position to warn someone of an impending failure that will affect their
lives!


Impending failure:-This
is a warning that your business or ministry can fail or be closed down suddenly
and unexpectedly (Prov 16:18).


Danger:- It can also be
a warning that your life is in danger and that you have to submit to God in
prayer and pleading.


- Convertible car [open roof]


Transparent person:- An
uncovered or open convertible car can show that the person is very open [transparent] and does not hide his true nature (Deut 5:24,
Is 21:2).


Boasting:- The opposite
can also be true as an uncovered car or roof down can indicate boasting,
arrogance and displaying self in an arrogant manner (Est 2:20).


- Convertible car [closed roof]


Hidden issues:- As a car
symbolizes a person’s life, this can indicate whether he has hidden issues or
sins. If the convertible is covered or the roof is raised, it can show that he
is hiding his true self from others (Josh 7:20).


- Car engine


Person’s abilities:-
This the mechanism which generates energy to move the car forward and can
therefore refers to a person’s particular abilities.


Power and energy:- A big
powerful engine can show the ability to generate great energy to develop the
business or ministry, whereas a small engine can point to limited energy (Luk
24:49, Acts 10:38).


- Driving a car


In charge:- Shows being
actively involved in, or managing a business, enterprise or heading a ministry.
The type of car will reveal the type of initiative involved in (Is 55:4).


- New car


New activity:- Can
symbolize involvement in something new in your life, career, ministry, business
or an activity (2 Kings 10:16). The type of car often relates or corresponds to
the type of business or trade the person is called to or involved in.


- Four-wheel
drive car


Apostolic ministry:- Can
refer to a call to an apostolic or evangelistic ministry in areas that are
difficult to reach as you have been equipped for it.


- Old beat-up
car


Respected:- It can
represent someone or even a career that you can look at with warmth and affection
even though it does not appear to be attractive to the world (James 2:23, Matt
22:16).


Battered:- This can
symbolize a person, business or ministry which has been battered, used and not
maintained properly (Zech 11:16).


- Passenger in the car [sitting in the
back seat]


Follower:- It can show
that you are being prepared to be a follower [passive
participant], either as a member of a ministry or business, or just allowing
yourself to be led by the Spirit of the Lord (Rom 8:14, Gal 5:18).


Side-lined:- It can show
that you are on the side-line [you are present but not
actively involved] in the management of a business, enterprise or a
ministry. The type of car will reveal the type of initiative you will be
observing (Ps 107:43; Is 55:4).


- Red sports car


Dynamic and energetic person:-
This can represent a fast growing and dynamic business, ministry or enterprise.
It can also show a dynamic and energetic person (2 Chron 32:7).


Youthful arrogance:-
This can symbolize youthful arrogance or anger in a person’s life (2 Sam 15:1,
14).


- Travel very fast in a
car


Energetic pursuit of
objectives:- This can show pursuing the objectives of the business or
ministry you are involved in, with great speed and energy (Acts 17:15).


- White car


Righteous person:- White
is a reflection of purity and righteousness, therefore this can show that the
ministry, person or business can be characterized by righteousness and purity
(Dan 6:22, Tit 2:7).


- Limousine


Wealth:- Can be
associated with financial wealth and prosperity, or being publicly recognized
for your work or contributions (Col 3:24).


Own importance:- This
can be seen as a warning that you are beginning to place too much emphasis on
the success of your ministry, business and your own importance [pride] (Jer 48:23).


- Black limousine


Spirit of darkness:-
This can symbolize a business, ministry or person which carries the mark and
presence of the spirit of darkness (Mat 6:23).


- Emergency vehicle


Call to prayer:- If it
is an ambulance or police vehicle it can be a warning to enter into a time of
prayer against a negative event which can be expected (Ez 33:4).


Something new:- If it is
a construction emergency vehicle it can be a warning that you may be involved
in an event or enterprise that will create something new (Prov 1:23).


- Tyres [wheels]


Presence of the Holy
Spirit:- The air in the
tyre represents the presence of the Holy Spirit upon which the ministry [vehicle] is traveling, therefore it indicates whether
there is a reliance on the Holy Spirit, or on own effort.


Removing reproach:-
Gilgal, a place in Israel, means wheel or rolling, and this is where God removed
the reproach from His people (Josh 5:9).


Moving freely:- If the
wheels are filled with air, it can then be said that the business or ministry
will move freely and prosperously (Josh 5:9, Ez 1:20).


Self-reliance:- Caution
that the person is relying on own effort.


Business ability:- Shows
someone’s ability and motivation to bridge the challenges of business or
ministry (Acts 10:38).


Preparedness:- Can be
likened to shoes of willingness (Eph 6:15) to spread the Gospel of Christ.
Preparedness and faith for what you are involved in.


- Flat tyres


Loss of faith:-
Symbolize someone’s disappointment or loss of faith in their business or
ministry.


Discouragement:-
Discouragement, a force or circumstances which inhibit the business, person or
ministry to move forward effectively and successfully (Num 21:4).


Reliance on own effort:-
Reliance on own effort and not trusting the Holy Spirit for guidance. It can
also symbolize discouragement and tiredness (Ex 14:25, Ecc 12:6).


- Motorbike [motorcycle]


Driven by the Holy
Spirit:- It can
represent operating and being driven by the power and inspiration of the Holy
Spirit.


Prayer:- Someone who is
able to pray under the inspiration of the Holy Spirit.


Advisor calling:- A
calling to an individual business or ministry opportunity as a consultant,
counsellor or advisor (1 Sam 15:23, Jude 1:20).


Own power:- A person on
a motorcycle is normally on their own, meaning they have enormous power at
their disposal to use at own will.


Independent spirit:- It
can therefore symbolize an independent spirit, someone focused on own needs and
plans, wanting to do their own thing. Someone with a rebellious streak, wanting
to do and achieve things their own way (2 Tim 4:2).


- Quad bike


Apostolic:- It can refer
to involvement in an apostolic ministry.


- Van [microbus, kombi]


Family ministry:-
Usually used to transport a family, therefore it can be associated with
involvement in a family ministry. It can also point to guidance from the Lord
that you have to invest more time in your own family (1 Tim 5:8).


- Moving Van


Relocating:- Used to
help people to relocate, therefore it can indicate a big change. It can mean
that you can expect to relocate, buy or sell a new business, or be involved in
major changes (Act 6:14, Gen 12:1, Ez 12:3). Or you can expect your ministry,
business or family to be relocated [to another geographical
area or spiritual level] (Deut 1:7, Num 1:51, Num 9:22, Job 37:12, Ez
12:2-3).


- Pick-up
truck/LDV/ Bakkie


Life:- As with other
vehicles, it refers to a person’s life, career, ministry, business, an activity
or involvement in something (2 King 10:16).


Business:- It often
relates to a business, farming or trade activity which you are called to or is
involved in.


Important work:- It can
show the ability to do important and holy work for the Lord (1 Chron 13:7).


- Station wagon


Family ministry:- Used
for family purposes it can therefore be associated with involvement in a family
ministry. It can also point to guidance from the Lord that you have to invest
more time in your own family (1 Tim 5:8).


- Skateboard


Skilful:- Normally used
by younger people doing risky, acrobatic and skilful things requiring a good
sense of balance, orientation and flexibility.


Risky venture:- It can
therefore be associated with involvement in a risky venture which will require
all your natural and acquired skills and attention in order to succeed (Dan
1:17).


Caution:- Can be a
caution against rebellion, or a rebellious nature (Dan 8:25).


- Tractor


Preparation:- It
prepares the fields for cultivation and even though it is very powerful, it
works slowly and cuts deep in order for the crop roots to be well established.


Apostolic calling:- This
points to a missionary and/or apostolic calling, the establishment of a new
business venture, or an initiative that will prepare the way for others (Is
29:17, Mat 13:44, Acts 4:33).


- Tractor Trailer


Equipped to carry burden:-
As this can comfortably carry large burdens, you are equipped to handle heavy
burdens (Acts 15:28; Matt 11:30).


Burdened:- Shows
carrying a large burden (Is 43:24, 2 Cor 5:4).


- Truck


Life:- Refers to a
person’s life, career, ministry, business, an activity or involvement in
something (2 Kings 10:16).


Business:- It often
relates to a large organization, business, farming or trade you are called to,
or are involved in.


Important work:- It can
show the ability to do important and holy work for the Lord (1 Chron 13:7).


Handling heavy burdens:-
As a truck can carry a large burden with comfort it confirms that you are
equipped to handle heavy burdens as well (Acts 15:28, Matt 11:30).


VEIL [vail]


Hidden:- A veil speaks
of something hidden or concealed from view (Luke 24:45), or it can show
something preventing the person from understanding what the Lord is telling
them.


Need for prayer:- It
shows a need for prayer to tear away or remove the veil [that
which is preventing the person from seeing the will of the Lord].


- Thick, dark veil


Legalistic:- It can show
that the person is very legalistic and still under the Law [religious spirit], or that they are not exposing the real
issues, therefore not giving the true picture (Is 28:15, Is 59:2).


- Veil removed or opened


Revealed:- It shows
being prepared to reveal that which is hidden. It can also indicate that the
Lord has given you a revelation of something which was hidden or which will happen
in the future (Luke 24:45, Mat 5:14).


VEIN [artery]


Spirits channel:- Shows
that the person is a channel for the Holy Spirit [Spirit of
Life] (Acts 9:15, Job 38:25, John 10:10).


VELD [field]


In the Lord’s
service:- Description of someone in the Lord’s service [or the work of the Lord in you] (1 Cor 2:9).


Place of work:- Can
refer to the place of work, or ministry (Luk 12:28, Luk 2:8). The place where
the Lord has provided for you.


Correct ministry:- A
person in the veld can show that you are in the correct ministry, workplace or
business (Mat 27:10, Mat 24:18, Mat 22:5, Mat 13:44).


VENOM [poison]


Danger:- Dangerous [poisonous] person with false, suspicious, jealous thoughts
(1 Cor 3:3, Jam 3:14).


Character assassination:-
A warning that your character is being poisoned by people with evil intent (Ps
140:3).


















VERANDA [stoep]


Future revealed:- As a
person can see far into the distance when they stand on a veranda it can
symbolize a place where the future is revealed.


Answer to questions:- It
can show that you will receive a prophetic word or Rhema Word, which will
answer many of your questions (Luk 19:4, 2 Sam 2:27, Is 40:5).


VIDEO CAMERA [camera]


Recollection:-
Symbolizes the proof or recollection of an important event in the past [memories] (Ps 30:4, Heb 10:32).


Making memories:- It can
be a call to collect memories or evidence of an important event.


VIDEO GAME


Fighting spiritual attacks:-
It can represent a current situation that will require great wisdom and
spiritual discernment, to identify and defeat spiritual attacks (Est. 8:11).


VILLAGE


Destination:- Sometimes
it is a place where the Lord wants to send you to.


Pure and righteousness:-
Take a careful look at what characterizes the town and what it represents. For
example, a bright clean town can point to a ministry, church or business that
is pure and righteous (Ecc 9:7, Is 1:26).


Place of refuge:- A
place of refuge, safety, commerce, activity (Num 35:6), it can represent a
church, ministry, business or career.


VINE


Jesus Christ:-
Symbolizes the presence and person of Jesus Christ. A call to be a branch [a vessel] for the Holy Spirit of Christ.


Fruit of the Spirit:-
It can also be seen as the source and provision of the fruit of the Spirit
(John 15:1, 4, 5).


- Fruit of the vine


Fruitfulness:- It can
represent the redemptive blood of Jesus Christ, fruitfulness or communion (Mark
14:24; Col 1:14).


- Vine dresser


God the Father:-
As Jesus represents the Vine, God the Father represents the vine dresser (John 15:1).


VINEGAR


Disappointment:- It
shows to expect an unwelcome experience or disappointment (Prov 10:26).


VINEYARD


Ministries:- This
represents the ministries, congregations and places of meeting where Jesus [the Body of Christ] is nurtured and cultivated.


Place of rest:- It is a
place of peace, rest, fruitfulness (1 Cor 9:7, Is 27:2, Amos 5:11) and of
blessing out of the Hand of God.


- Failure of vineyard


Losing blessing:- This
shows God removing His blessing from a ministry.


Neglect:- The Body of
Christ have not been sufficiently cared for and it shows the failure of a
church or ministry (Is 5:5, 10).


VIOLET [indigo]


Great value:- Something
perfect and of great value (Ez 27:7, 24).


Presence of Christ:-
The presence of Jesus Christ revealed in your life (Deut 5:24, 1 Pet 4:13, Rev
19:10).


VIOLIN


In control:- If you are
playing the violin it shows that you will manage, or be in charge of, a person
or a group of people.


Working together:-
Working together towards a common goal.


Worship:- It can
symbolize praise, worship and harmony (Is 30:29, Jam 5:13, Ps 45:1, Is 5:1).


Prophetic calling:- It
can point to a prophetic calling (Ex 15:20).


Worldly influence:-
Violin music can be associated with worldly and deceptive influences on people
(Dan 3:7).


- Broken violin string


Not ready as worship leader:-
It can show that you are not ready to take up your role as leader, or
symbolizes disharmony (Is 30:29, Jam 5:13, Ps 45:1, Is 5:1).


VIRGIN


Pure:- Represents that
which can be admired as something or someone of worth and value, pure,
undefiled and precious (Is 62:5, Ps 24:4-5).


VIRUS


Dangerous spiritual influence:-
It is a warning of a dangerous spiritual influence that is infectious and
spreads fast (Act 8:7).


VOICE [God’s
voice]


Love and comfort:- The
voice of God is unmistakable. A voice as deep and thundering as a waterfall,
yet comforting and full of love.


Called by your name:-
Take note when you hear His voice, as He said that He will call you by your
name.


- Other voices


Holy Spirit
message:- When you hear a familiar voice, but do not see the person, it
can be the Holy Spirit [or angel] bringing you a
message that is for you personally or which can have relevance for the person
whose voice you’ve heard.


VOLCANO


Holy Spirit
outpouring:- A sudden, enormously powerful and widespread outpouring of
the Holy Spirit. (Act 1:8).


Removal of obstacles:-
Intercessory prayer which brings about the sudden removal of obstacles (Ps
11:6).


Overwhelming power of God:-
The power of God that melts opposition (Ps 97:5).


Destructive event:- It
can represent a warning of a destructive event which can cause widespread
damage.


Eruption of anger:- It
can also be a sudden and violent eruption of anger, especially when the person
is under a lot of pressure (Nah 1:6).


- Volcano in building


Obstacles removed:-
Shows that your prayers for your church or ministry, are being answered and
obstacles will be removed.


Anger and indignation:-
Beware of reacting in anger and indignation when under pressure in your
workplace or ministry. Stay under the influence and guidance of the Holy
Spirit.


VOMITING


Deliverance:- To be
delivered from a demon, bondage or stronghold.


Inner cleansing:- To be
relieved from that which is in you that is filthy and vile. Inner cleansing
(Luk 4:35).


VOODOO DOLL


Trap of witchcraft:- It
can be associated with witchcraft.


Demonic:- It is often
associated with witchcraft and demonic activities (Mat 15:22, Lev 11:13).


Spiritist activities:-
Can point to involvement in witchcraft, new age or spiritist activities (Deut
18:10).


VULTURE


Beneficiary of misfortune:-
A person benefiting from the misfortune of others (Lev 11:18, Deut 14:13).


Negative person:-
Someone with a negative nature, continuously murmuring and complaining and more
focussed on previous hurts.


Provision without sacrifice:-
A person that is often selfish, takes things for granted and wants to receive provision
and spiritual growth without sacrifices [unthankful
attitude] (Gen 15:11).


Backsliding:- It can
also point to someone who is backsliding or who has inappropriate thoughts and
attitudes towards others.


Un-renewed mind:- It can
also point someone not willing to renew his mind, grow spiritually or to
progress in life.


Stealing blessings:-
Something or someone trying to rob us from the blessings of the Lord.


Grace:- Symbolic of a
person that likes to meditate on Scripture speaking of receiving through grace
without any growth in character [everything comes by grace!]
(Rom 6:1).












W


WAGON


Carry ability:- A wagon
can carry a large burden with comfort, therefore this shows being equipped to
handle heavy burdens (Acts 15:28, Matt 11:30).


Burdened:- Shows
carrying a large burden wearing the person down (Is 43:24, 2 Cor 5:4).


- Ox wagon


Iniquitous burden:-
Shows someone carrying a large burden because of the iniquities of their
ancestors (Ezr 9:7, Ps 38:4). In need of deliverance.


WAILING [crying]


Vulnerable:- It shows
that you are vulnerable, open and prepared to shed your sorrow, sin, baggage
and spiritual bondage (Luk 6:21).


- Wailing in sorrow


Sorry for sin:- It can
also show that you are sorry for the sins in your life and that you are
prepared to change your ways (Joel 2:17).


Healing tears:- It can
also show that through your tears the Lord is healing you (Ez 27:31, 2 King
20:5).


Trauma period:- Shows
that you are going through a period of trauma or suffering (Job 16:20, Ps 6:6).


- Wailing in desperation


God is your only outcome:-
It shows that you know that the Lord is your only outcome [the
Lord our Saviour] in this situation (Luk 8:52).


Experiencing horror:- It
shows your cry for help from the Lord or that you are experiencing horror,
distress or sorrow (Lam 1:16).


- Wailing in travail


Intercessory heart:- You
are a person with an intercessory heart and that you are prepared to stand in
the gap for others.


Cry for Divine
intervention:- It is also a deep cry for Divine intervention (Jer 15:5).


WAISTBAND [girdle
or belt]


Trustworthy:- Symbolizes
an honest and trustworthy person (Eph 6:14).


Ready to serve:-
Readiness to serve, protect and enter into spiritual warfare.


Clinging to God:-
It is also shows a representative of God who clings to Him, thereby glorifying
God in all that he does (Jer 13:11).


- Dirty waistband


Proud:- It shows that it
is a proud person who is a good for nothing in the Kingdom of the Lord.


Stubborn:- An evil and
stubborn person who refuses to hear the words of the Lord and serves other gods
(Jer 13:7-10).


- Golden waistband


Priestly duties:- Can
show that the person is called to serve with priestly duties (Ex 28:9).


WAISTCOAT [jacket,
blazer, coat]


Baptised into Jesus:-
Shows that someone is being baptized into Jesus Christ (Gal 3:27).


Lord’s favour:- The
favour of the Lord. Covered by the favour of the Lord which brings feelings of
decency, warmth, being loved and comforted (Job 31:20).


Anointed:- Anointed for
a prophetic office or given authority (1 King 19:19, 2 King 2:8, 13, 14).


Righteousness:- To be
clothed with the armour of God. To have a righteous heart. It reveals the heart
of someone who lives out this righteousness practically (Prov 31:13).


Qualified for the task:-
Symbolic of a person that is qualified for the task [ready
to be released].


Authority:- It is also a
symbol of belonging or symbol of authority [in the Name of
Jesus] (Gal 3:27 John 19:2, 5).


- Brown leather waistcoat


Abusing authority:- This
can show abusing a position of authority to benefit own or personal interests,
or building own image to benefit own or personal interests (1 Sam 13:14).


- Goat or camel hair
waistcoat


Humility:- Symbolic of a
very humble person, denying himself worldly benefits (Mat 3:4).


Poverty spirit:- Can
indicate the presence of a poverty spirit (Mat 3:4).


- Leather waistcoat


Provision:- Waistcoats
or jackets of skin can be seen as God’s provision for us even though we have
sinned (Gen 3:21; Heb 11:37).


- Purple waistcoat


Clothed in authority:-
Purple is a symbol of authority. The purple waistcoat can be likened to the
coat [jacket] that Jacob gave Joseph as a symbol of
his love and affection. A purple waistcoat can therefore indicate that the
person feels loved, clothed in authority and joy (Gen 37:3).


- Torn waistcoat


Grief:- It points to
grief, shame and confusion (Ezra 9:3).


- White leather waistcoat


Honoured:- It shows that
the Lord will honour your humility, wash away your sins and place you in a
position of authority [righteousness in Christ] (Dan
4:34, Is 59:17).


- Waistcoat with elbow
cushions


False prophet:- It is a
caution that the person is a false prophet. Promising peace that will not come
(Ez 13:10, 18).


- Woollen waistcoat


Diligence:- Can indicate
a diligent person, or someone called to a pastoral ministry (Prov 27:26, Prov
31:13).


Praise:- Garment of
praise for the spirit of heaviness (Is 61:3). It also represents glory and
beauty (Ex. 28:40). God’s covering and protection (Gen 3:21).


Loot:- Disfigurement,
loot (John 19:23, Job 30:18).


- Evening waistcoat


Promotion:- This is a
special garment that is only worn at special occasions. It can therefore show
that the person will be raised up [promoted] by the
Lord and given a position of honour and dignity (Gen 49:3, Ps 45:13).


WALKING


Progress:- Can symbolize
progress, or mean you are moving and walking by the Spirit (Act 3:6, Gal
5:16-18, 22, 25, Gal 6:1-8, Rom 8:11).


Own effort:- Trying to
get by on your own effort, walking in the flesh (Gal 5:25, Gal 6:1-8).


- Walking with difficulty


Opposition:- This can
show that you can expect trials and opposition (1 Tim 6:9).


- Walk in a line


Blindly following:-
Blindly following other people which has the potential to lead you onto the
wrong path (Rom 7:10, 1 Kings 16:19).


- Walking orderly


In tune with the Holy
Spirit: To live and work
in step with the Holy Spirit.


In the right place:- To
know and fulfil your position in the Body of Christ.


Unity:- Harmony and
unity in the Body of Christ (Rom 7:18-22).


- Walk in a straight path


It relates to character, attitude and conduct. Unwaveringly and
confidently striding out, not turning to the left or the right, following the
course the Lord has prepared (Rom 7:22).


- Walking uphill


Difficulty:- This can
point to difficulty, worldliness or and effort to work out life’s difficulties
by your own effort. It can also refer to self-righteousness and religion.


WALLET [purse]


God our provider:- God
our provider (Hag 2.8).


Riches:- The promise of
earthly riches (Job 3:15, Job 22:24, Is 2:7, Mat 10:9, Act 3:6, Act 20:33, Rev
18:12), or also spiritual riches accumulated in heaven (Mat 6:19, Act 17:29, 1
Pet 1:7, 18, 1 Pet 3:3, Jam 5:3).


Worldly riches:- The
deception of the greed and riches of the world (Job 3:15, Job 22:24, Is 2:7,
Mat 10:9, Act 3:6, Act 20:33, Rev 18:12).


Counterfeit provision:-
Can also refer to counterfeit provision.


- Empty purse


Poverty:- An empty purse
can point to the presence of a spirit of poverty.


WALLS [fence,
barrier].


God’s protection:- This
can show having a wall [fence] of protection around
you and that you will not be overwhelmed. God our wall of protection (Is 26:1,
Is 60:18). Trust in the Lord and in His protection (Jer 15:20, Job 38:20). It
can symbolize the Church as a protection to the nations (Song 8:9-10). God’s
ordinances as a protection to the Church (Song 2:9; Is 5:5).


Boundary:- It can also
show that you have reached the boundary [limit] of
the expansion of your ministry or business. If you continue with an export
drive you will not succeed (Jer 5:22, Job 26:10).


Place of safety:- Place
of protection and safety (Nahum 2:5, Zech 2:5). The New Jerusalem (Rev 21:12;
Rev 21:14, 17-21).


Salvation:- Salvation
(Is 26:1, Is 60:18).


Self-defence:- Someone
building a wall of defence around themselves, meaning they are hiding their
true self.


Separation:- Designed as
separation or partition between the children of God and the unsaved (Ez 43:8,
Eph 2:14).


Self-protection:- It can
be a symbol of own or self-protection, or refer to trusting things or people
more than trusting the Lord (Deut 28:52, Is 22:11). The rich man’s wealth which
he sees as protection in his conceit (Prov 18:11).


False doctrines:- False
or evil doctrines built around people by the church or ministry, to control or
manipulate them (Ezr 4:12, Job 24:11).


Obstacle:- Obstacle or
limitation. Can also be seen as an obstacle which prevents you from doing that
which the Lord has called you to do.


- Breach in wall


Exposed:- To expose that
which is hidden (1 Cor 14:25).


Spiritual insight:- The
Holy Spirit giving insight into a problem which could have caused you harm (Ex
31:3).


Weakness:- An opening or
weak place in your protection and defence that can be used by the enemy to
attack you (Ez 26:20, Is 30:13).


- No walls:-


No protection:- To be
open to attacks from the enemy, not prepared for the challenges facing us in
the world on a daily basis (Deut 28:52, Neh 1:3, Neh 2:12-17).


- Whitewashed wall


Hiding deceit:- Even
though it looks pure, it hides evil, deceit and sin (Acts 23:3, Ez 13:10).


Hypocrisy:- Hypocrisy [you are like white washed wall] (Mat 23:17).


- Un-tempered
mortar walls


False prophet:- The
teaching of false prophets (Ez 13:10-15).


- Red wall


Religious spirit:- Can
point to a religious spirit or the outward religious appearance being more
important than a relationship with God (Jam 1:26).


WARD [hospital
theatre]


Safe place:- It
represents a place of safety and restoration where those who are sick, weak,
lonely and helpless can find compassion and love (Ps 109:22, Luke 10:30, 33,
34, John 5:4).


Healing ministry:- It
can point to a calling to a healing ministry or for the establishment a haven
or shelter for the sick [physical, emotional and spiritual]
and broken-hearted (Is 61:1-3).


- Incomplete theatre


Not equipped with the gifts:-
An incomplete hospital or one without x-ray and laboratory equipment can point
to a ministry that is not equipped with the gifts of the Holy Spirit.


WAREHOUSE


Resources:- Can
represent the resources of the church or ministry (Mal 3:10). The fruit of your
labour. Provision for a time of need


Sufficiency:-
Sufficiency and superabundance of the Lord.


Place of safekeeping:-.
Place of safekeeping and storage of valuables and treasures [can be spiritual or physical] (Ezr 5:17, Ezr 7:20, Neh
10:38, Dan 1:2).


Place of rest:- It can
also represent a position or place of rest after completing your labour [or project] (Deut 28:8, 1 Chron 26:15, 17, Luk 12:24, Gen
41:56, 2 Chron 32:28, Ps 33:7).


WARRIOR


Protecting angel:- It
can be the presence of an angel that is appointed to guard and protect you
(Prov 2:8, Luk 11:21).


Intercessor:- Symbolic
of an intercessor with a calling to stand in the gap for a person, a city or a
ministry (Ez 38:7, 1 Tim 5:21).


Demonic presence:- It
can indicate the presence of a demon and is a call to spiritual warfare (Luk
10:19, Mat 13:39).


WASHBASIN


Repentance:- Symbolic of
repenting of your sin before the Lord. Using your authority to rid your life of
filth, bitterness and hurt (Is 1:16). It is a decisive and wilful act to submit
these issues to the Lord (John 13:8).


WASHCLOTH


Doctrine:- It can
represent the doctrine of a denomination or ministry which is used to wash away
other doctrines or understanding of the truth (Mat 4:23, John 15:3).


- Clean washcloth


True theology:- Symbolic
of true theology or sound doctrine.


- Dirty washcloth


False theology:- Caution
of false theology or misguided doctrine.


Take care:- It can also
be a warning that you must be careful of the teachings that you are exposed to
at the moment (Mark 7:7).


Sinful teacher:- It can
also show that the teacher has sin in his life.


WASHING [bathing]


Fellowship with Christ:-
True friendship and fellowship with Christ (John 13:8).


Redeemed:- Redeemed and
cleansed thoroughly by Jesus.


- Wash feet in blood


Bitterness:- Attitude of
one person towards the other whose feet are being washed is bitter and full of
revenge (Gen 34:20-31).


- Washing clothes


Restoring your authority:-
To cleanse yourself from those things which leave open doors in your life. To
restore the authority of Christ in your life and to rid yourself from the
tainting caused by the enemy (Is 1:16).


- Washing feet [feet]


Restoring peace:-
Refreshing, rest, restoration of peace and cleansing of wrong attitudes (Gen
18:4, Gen 19:2, Gen 24:32, Gen 43:24, Ex 30:19, 21, Ex 40:31, Judg 19:21, 2 Sam
11:8, Song 5:3, Luk 7:38, 44, John 13:5).


WASHING MACHINE


Spiritual cleansing:-
Can symbolize cleansing by the Holy Spirit, or the Spirit revealing the filth,
hurt and bitterness in a person.


Healing and deliverance
ministry:- It can also point to a prophetic prayer, deliverance, healing
or cleansing type of ministry (Ex 19:10, 14, Acts 22:16).


WASP


Confusing the enemy:-
Miraculous intervention of God to drive out the enemy before you or bring
confusion among them (Judg 13:2, Lev 13:2, Ex 23:28, Deut 7:20, Josh 24:12).


Painful thoughts:-
Insects often refer to thoughts, therefore this can represent painful thoughts
or attacks from worldly people [Assyrians] (Is
7:18).


WATCH [clock]


Take note of the type of watch and other symbols that can
provide context.


Future event:- If it is
a modern [in the present] up to date watch, it
represents the Lord revealing something which is going to happen soon (Eph
5:16, Ps 74:9).


Time is running out:-
Can show that time to deal with a particular issue has run out or is running
out (Jer 8:20).


Past:- An old [or antique] watch can refer to something that happened in
the past.


- Grandfather clock


Past event:- The Holy
Spirit is revealing something to you that happened in the past, or reminds you
of an important event in the past that is relevant for the season you are in
now (1 Chron 11:2, Ps 90:4).


WATCH TOWER [tower]


Heavenly orientation:-
Signifies the withdrawal of the soul from earthly things and fixing it on the
heavenly.


Intercession:- To be set
upon a tower implies to intercede [or to be called to
intercession] and to persevere in a focussed manner (Hab 2:1). Calling
to be alert and watchful.


WATER


Holy Spirit:-
The Holy Spirit. Inspiration of the Holy Spirit.


Life-giving Spirit:-
Life-giving provision of God (John 7:38). The Spirit of life [Ruach] (John 10:10).


Knowledge of God:-
Knowledge [Word of God] of the glory of Yahweh (Hab
2:14). Peace of the Lord and the salvation of the Lord (John 4:14, John
7:37-39, Rev 21:6, Rev 22:17).


Evil presence:- Presence
of the spirit of the evil one (Gen 49:4).


Instability:-
Wickedness, trouble and instability (Is 57:20).


Water spirits:- Water
spirits which represent sexual iniquity and perversity (Rev 17:15).


- Clear water


Spiritual refreshment:-
The refreshment and inspiration available to us from our Father [Abba]. Clear leading and guidance of the Holy Spirit (Job
22:7, Prov 25:25).


- Living water


Prophetic utterance:-
Prophetic utterance and teaching (Eph 6:19).


- Water cut off


Provision cut off:- If
this provision from the Lord is cut off it can mean that the blessings of God
are being withheld.


- Stagnant, muddy, brown,
polluted or dirty water


Worldly spirit:- Fleshly
or worldly spiritual life. Word of God polluted by false or worldly influences.
Spirit of man.


False teachings:-
Influenced by New Age or deceiving teachings which lead astray (Jer 38:22, Ex
7:19, Ex 8:5).


Life threatened:- The
spiritual or physical life of a person being threatened (Ex 7:19, Ex 8:5).


- Troubled water


Adversity:- Adversity,
sorrow, affliction, trouble, worry (2 Sam 22:17, Ps 69:1, Is 30:20, Is 43:2).


- Water boiling


Lust:- It can represent
anger or lust boiling in a person (Gen 49:4). It can also point to inner
turmoil or hidden anger.


- Water cut off


Spirit quenched:- Flow
of the Holy Spirit stops and the blessings of God do not manifest in your life
(Is 19:1-8, Jer 51:36, Nah 1:4, Zech 10:11), or are being withheld.


- Water shower


Blessings- The blessings
of God coming upon you (Joel 2:23).


- Waters rising


Attack:- This can point
to an attack coming against you. Therefore, be prepared! (Is 8:7).


- LAKE


- Crossing the lake


Prophetic ministry:-
Shows that you will in some way or the other, be involved in a prophetic
ministry (Rom 16:26, 1 King 19:16).


- Small clear lake


Move of the Spirit:-
Prophetic movement of Holy Spirit (Is 41:18).


- Swimming in lake


Functioning in the Spirit:-
To function or move in the prophetic (Jer 23:28).


SEA


Nations:- It can
represent the nations or people groups (Is 60:5, Rev 17:15).


Boundary:- It can show
that you have reached a barrier or boundary where certain decisions need to be
taken (Jer 5:22).


Place of blessing:- The
Lord will make a way for you and bring you to the place of blessing (Eph 3:20).


Restless:- Never at rest
or peaceful, it is turbulent and can point to difficulty.


Rebellion:- Represents
rebellion that cannot bring life but results in death (Is 57:20-21). Affliction
(Zech 10:11).


Worldly spirit:- Spirit
of the world (John 12:43, John 15:19).


- Sea monster


satan:- satan, leviathan, a
principality or power (Is 27:1).


- Sea coast


Boundary:- It can also
show that you have reached a barrier or boundary where certain decisions need
to be taken (Jer 5:22).


Flesh:- Soul, flesh.
Place of fleshly activities (John 12:43, John 15:19).


- Tossing sea


The lost:- Unbelieving
people. It is never quiet, its water tossing up refuse and mud [sin] (Jude 13).


- Sea of glass


Throne room:-
Transparent presence before the throne of God, peace in the presence of God’s
throne room, the redeemed (Rev 4:6). The person can enter the throne room
without fear.


DAM/POOL/RESERVOIR


Spirit of Life:-
The water is representative of the Spirit of Life and the fact that it is
contained/dammed up symbolizes it being held in reserve for a special occasion
or a time of need.


Rest and peace:- A quiet
and peaceful resource, showing that you can rest in the peace and provision of
the Lord. Not liable to commotions and disturbances, tranquil and prosperous
(Nah 2:8, Gen 10:10).


Financial resources:- In
a business/workplace sense the water [provision] can
also symbolize financial resources. The pooling of financial resources can
therefore show that funds are being stored for a time of need or to acquire
something special.


Reserves:- Financial
resources/spiritual provision held in reserve for times of spiritual/financial
or physical attack/need (Is 22:9).


Place of teaching:-
Place where the flock [children] of the Lord drink
of the wellspring of salvation, knowledge. His benefits and blessings (Ps
84:6). Gifts of the Spirit (Is 35:7, Is 41:18).


- Crack in pool wall


Fraud:- It can show
irregularities in your business or ministry’s finances. Someone may be involved
in corruption or pilfering the money (2 Kings 12:16).


- Clear blue pool


Healing:- Promise of
healing (John 5:2, 4; John 5:7; John 9:7, 11), or restoration [refreshment and joy] by the Holy Spirit (Is 35:7). Clear,
bright, serene.


Eyes:- It can represent
a person’s eyes (Song 7:4).


Spirit inspired teaching:-
Teaching under influence of [led by] the Holy Spirit
(Acts 4:8).


- Dry pool


Obstructions removed:-
The Lord removes all the impediments standing in your way (Is 42:15).


- Hot pool


Resources available:- In
a business/workplace it can show that it is time to act, the financial
resources have already been provided.


Calling forth:- In a
spiritual sense it can show that you can proclaim and call forth that which you
trust the Lord for (2 Cor 6:2, Neh 2:6, Ecc 3:1).


- Hot water reservoir


Time to act:- In a
business/workplace sense it can show that it is time to act, the resources are
already provided and that you can act.


Calling forth:- In a
spiritual sense it can show that you can proclaim and call forth that which you
are trusting the Lord for (2 Cor 6:2, Neh 2:6, Ecc 3:1).


- Pool full of fish


The saints:- People
flowing in the Spirit.


Provision:- It also
holds the promise of financial provision from the Lord, wealth and riches (Eph
3:20).


- Swimming pool


Provision:- Financial or
spiritual provision of a family.


Family life:- Peaceful family
or church (Nah 2:8, Gen 10:10). The quality of the water in the pool can be a
reflection of the health of the family.


God’s presence:-
Abundant presence of the Lord. The blessings of God (Ps 84:6).


Rest:- Place of rest,
enjoyment and freedom to flow in the movement of the Holy Spirit.


Spiritual Equipping:-
It can also represent a place where people are equipped to operate in the gifts
of the Holy Spirit.


- Swimming pool in a
building


Spiritual insight:- It
can be revelation or insight given by the Holy Spirit in respect of a business
and/or investment.


RIVER


Flow of the Spirit:-
A powerful move and flow of the Holy Spirit supplying eternal life to and
through those who obey Him (John 4:14, John 7:38-39, Acts 5:32).


Provision:- Water is
associated with the provision and blessings of God, therefore it can be a
collection or flowing together, of this provision and blessings.


Life:- A source of life
and fruitfulness (Joh 10:10).


Peace and gladness:- A
place of peace where there is a widespread and abundant flow of the Spirit (Rev
22:1). Joy and gladness (Ps 46:4).


- Blue river


Peace:- Flowing of the
peace and provision of the Holy Spirit. Can also represent the presence of the
Holy Spirit.


- Deep, wide or muddy,
slow moving river


Unhealthy:- An unhealthy
situation.


Difficulty:- Shows that
you are facing [or are stuck in] great difficulty.


Obstacle:- An obstacle
that seems impassable (Jer 38:22; Ps 69:2).


- Dry river bed


Spiritual dryness:-
Caution that the flow of the Spirit has stopped. A period of dryness in your
spiritual life. In a commercial sense it can show facing a lack of resources or
that your business will run into a dry period (Is 19:1-8; Jer 51:36; Nah 1:4;
Zech 10:11; Is 23:3).


- Growing beside a river


Useful:- To be taught
and led by the Holy Spirit and becoming fruitful and useful to God (Ps 65:9; Ps
1:3)


- Raging river


Spiritual move:- Great
and powerful movement of the Holy Spirit (Mat 24:39).


- River mouth


Releasing to the nations:-
Symbolic of the release of the flow of the Holy Spirit into something bigger [nations] (Eph 3:20, Is 60:5(b), Ecc 1:7, Ez 47:8).


- River at flood level


Revival:- This can
represent a powerful move of the Holy Spirit. Shows a time of revival where
religious blockages, doctrines and traditions are removed (Ps 90:5, Gen 6:13,
17).


Destroying force:- It
can be a caution of judgment or a conquering, destroying force (Is 28:2, Ps
18:4, 2 Sam 22:5).


Depression:- It can show
that the person is experiencing serious bouts of depression or is currently
depressed.


- River across the road


Worldly way:- It is a
caution that you are following the way of the world [whether
in business or ministry] and the Lord is warning you that He will block
it through an intervention or move of the Holy Spirit (Ps 119:27).


- Shiny blue river


River of living water:-Spiritual
river of living water, the pure and Holy Spirit Who proceeds from the Father
and the Son. Source of eternal life.


Word of God:-
The Word of God if purely and faithfully preached is clear as crystal,
conveying spiritual life to people.


Heavenly joy:- Heavenly
joy, pleasure and delight.


Holiness:- Holiness and
perfect knowledge (Rev 2:1, Ez 47:1-12). Holiness of life and conversation.


Love and grace:- The
free gift of God through Christ. The everlasting love of God. The redemption,
calling, justification, pardon, adoption, eternal life and fruitfulness of
those who drink of it. Reviving of the saints.


Honesty:- Everlasting
love. Free from all hypocrisy. A real, hearty, and sincere person. Inward
principle of grace (John 7:38, Ps 46:4).


- River path


Flow of the Spirit:-
The Holy Spirit’s flowing, cutting a path through the worldly ways of man.


- Water well


God as Source:-
God as source and provision (John 4:13-14). Gifts of the Spirit. Heart of God
(Song 4:15).


Place of rest:- Place of
rest and provision (Gen 49:22, Ex 15:27). Searching deep for the things of God,
the peace and infilling of the Holy Spirit (Gen 26:20-25).


Gift of joy:- Gift of
joy and salvation (Is 12:3).


Mouth of righteous man:-
The mouth of a righteous man (Prov 10:11). Faithfulness (Prov 5:15).


Hypocrite:- Spirit of
man, hypocrites (2 Peter 2:17).


Deceiving spirit:-
Spirit of the deceiver (Neh 2:13).


WATER BOREHOLE [water]


Source of the Holy
Spirit:- Source or place
where the Holy Spirit can be received (Deut 8:9, 2 Tim 2:15). A place of
spiritual or physical refreshment (Matt 24:13, 1 Chron 16:11, Heb 6:12).


WATER FOUNTAIN/SPRING


Indwelling Spirit
of God:- Metaphorically
speaking it can be considered to be the indwelling Spirit of God, internal life
and future blessings, as well as the eyes of the earth (Song 7:4).


Source of life:- It
shows God as the source of life [a fountain that springs up
speaks of abundance and an overflow of blessings] (Gen 49:25).


Free access to the Holy
Spirit:- It is the
source of the [free] provision and salvation that
God gives. It is also the free access to the Holy Spirit which requires no
human effort to obtain (John 4:14).


- Dry fountain


Drying up of financial
resources:- Caution that financial or spiritual resources have dried up
or will dry up.


WATER SPRING


Refreshment:- It is
refreshment from the Lord and a place of cleansing of sin and uncleanness (Zech
13:1).


Open womb:- It can also
carry the promise of the womb which is to be opened. Someone who had difficulty
conceiving is now ready to bear a child.


New idea’s time:- It can
also refer to a business opportunity or new idea for which the time is right or
ripe to be conceived and established (Judg 15:19).


Indwelling Spirit
of God:- Metaphorically
speaking it can be considered to be the indwelling Spirit of God, internal life
and future blessings, as well as the eyes of the earth (Song 7:4).


Source of life:- It
shows God as the source of life [a fountain that springs up
speaks of abundance and an overflow of blessings] (Gen 49:25).


- Dirty spring


Impurity:- Spirit of
impurity (Zech 13:2).


- Dry spring


Drying up of financial
resources:- Caution that financial or spiritual resources have dried up
or will dry up.


Unfruitful:- Can also
point to a dry womb (Hos 2:3) and that the person has difficulty to bear
children.


- Opened spring


Opened spiritual eyes:-
Like Hagar in the wilderness you remain ignorant of the refreshment near you,
until God “opens your eyes” (Gen 21:19). It is not the spring, but your eyes,
that need to be opened.


Free access to the Holy
Spirit:- It is the
source of the [free] provision and salvation that
God gives. It is also the free access to the Holy Spirit which requires no
human effort to obtain (John 4:14).


WATERFALL


Coming together:- Shows
the coming together of two/or more levels of water [parts
of the flow of the Spirit] that can signify the forming of a partnership
in business or the merging/ collaborating of ministries.


Different levels:- It
also represents people of differing levels and with different styles of
ministry and spiritual activity (Eph 3:20).


Abundant provision:- It
also shows the abundant flow of the provision from the Lord.


WATERMELON


Refreshment:- It
symbolizes the Lord’s refreshment through the Holy Spirit, containing words of
wisdom, giving strength and bringing life (1 Cor 16:18).


Worldliness:- Things of
the world [Egypt] which someone can desire in a time
of testing and trial (Num 11:5).


WAVE [Sea]


New move of the Spirit:-
Waves are normally driven by the wind [Holy Spirit]
and can signify change and a new move of the Spirit which is going to take
place (Luke 21:25, Amos 5:24).


Promising build-up:- To
expect something to happen. Build-up of righteousness and flow of the Holy Spirit
which is about to take place (Is 48:18). Represent the building up of something
in the natural, physical or spiritual and can therefore be a promise of coming
prosperity, spiritual growth, emotional restoration or great harvests.


Harmful spiritual move:-
This shows that there is a new teaching or spiritual move which will enter the
ministry or church and which will cause division and harm to the work of God (2
Sam 22:5).


- Dark waves


Hidden danger:- Caution
of hidden danger or a move of the spirit of darkness focused on a certain area
(Ps 140:5).


- Rolling and roaring sea


Restlessness:- Outward
agitation of rage, commotion, tumult, restlessness, prepared to rush into
battle (Ps 2:1). It can also point to pride.


- Wave from left to the
right


Harmful spiritual move:-
This shows a new teaching or spiritual move which will enter the ministry or
church and which will cause division and harm to the work of God (2 Sam 22:5).


- Wave from right to the
left


Coming Revival:-
A move from God in the Spirit and it means that wave of revival is coming (2
King 13:21).


WEASEL


Untrustworthy:- It can
be a caution of a traitor or somebody weak and untrustworthy (Mark 14:10).


Unclean:- A wicked and
unclean thing (Lev 11:29).


WEB [spider]


Hypocrite:- Can be a
caution that the person is a hypocrite.


Weak:- Something vain
and useless which will not be able to keep standing when challenged (Is 59:5,
Job 8:14).


Entrapment:- Can
symbolize entrapment (Job 18:10, Jer 5:26).


Trap of witchcraft:- As
a spider can be associated with witchcraft, the web can be seen as the trap of
witchcraft.


- Spiders web


Frailty:- Frailty.
Futility of own works.


Trust in man:- Caught in
a situation where a person trusts frail people/things more than God (Job 8:14,
Is 59:5, 6). The patterns or outline of someone’s evil activities.


Snare:- Snare, lies or
setting a trap [to entangle] or trying to trap
someone with words (Is 59:4-5).


Confusion:- Web of ideas
which can create confusion.


Untrustworthy person:-
An untrustworthy person (Job 8:14).


WEDDING [marriage]


New partnership:- A new
partnership. It can represent your unity with the Lord. Readiness to enter into
union with Jesus (Rev 19:7, 9).


Agreement:- An alliance
or agreement [contract] with another person or
persons (Gen 17:2).


Reminder of a covenant:-
It can be a reminder to honour an agreement or covenant with God (1 King 3:1,
Jer 3:14).


God’s delight:- It can
also show that the Lord is delighted with you (Is 62:4).


Idolatry:- It can be a
caution of involvement in idolatry or things of the world (Mal 2:11, 1 Cor
7:34).


















WEEDS [tares]


Sons of satan:- Sons [followers] of the evil one. Hypocrites. Work of satan,
worldliness, the deception of the new age religion, unbelievers, works of the
flesh, sin, iniquity (Is 5:18, Matt 13:22).


Pride:- Pride, not
bowing before the Lord.


Bitterness:- bitterness,
poison causing dizziness (Matt 13:26).


WELL [borehole]


God as Source:-
God as source and provision (John 4:13-14). Gifts of the Spirit. Heart of God
(Song 4:15).


Place of rest:- Place of
rest and provision (Gen 49:22; Ex 15:27). Searching deep for the things of God,
the peace and infilling of the Holy Spirit (Gen 26:20-25).


Gift of joy:- Gift of
joy and salvation (Is 12:3).


Mouth of righteous man:-
The mouth of a righteous man (Prov 10:11). Faithfulness (Prov 5:15).


Hypocrite:- Spirit of
man, hypocrites (2 Peter 2:17).


Deceiving spirit:-
Spirit of the deceiver (Neh 2:13).


WHALE


Influential:- Can show
someone who is a great influence [or has the potential to
be a great influence] where he operates [whether it
is in business or organized church] (Prov 30:31).


Take-over:- In the same
way that a whale can swallow a large number of fish it can show that the church
will swallow/absorb a large number of small churches and ministries [or a large business taking over a large number of small businesses]
(Hos 8:7, Mat 23:24).


Great move of God:-
It can also symbolize a great move of God bringing many new members to His
Church (Luk 1:16, Act 4:4).


Hidden issues:- It can
show a large issue/problem [un-dealt with] hidden
from view but is causing sadness and loneliness (Jon 1:17). A warning that the
person can self-destruct [like a whale beaching itself]
due to feelings of hopelessness and unhappiness [like
depression] (Num 16:34).


- Black whale


Dissatisfaction:- Shows
great hidden unhappiness or dissatisfaction over financial affairs or
relationships (Joel 2:2, Dan 2:22).


- White whale


Great victory:- A great
victory in winning souls for the Kingdom of God [or in a
business transaction] (1 Chron 29:11).


WHARF [port,
jetty]


Safe place:- A place of
safety against the storms and the attacks of the world (Deut 12:10).


Destination:- Arriving
at your destination or the place where the Lord wants to use you next (Acts
15:4).


Prepare for a journey:-
It can indicate that the Lord is preparing you for a journey or a new phase in
your life.


WHEAT [grain,
corn]


Spiritual sons:-
Spiritual Sons or fruit of God (Mat 13:30). Metaphor for the saved, the saints
or children of the Lord (Matt 3:12).


Pure Word:-
Spiritual food. The Word of God presented purely [without
chaff] to ensure spiritual growth (1 Sam 17:17, Jer 23:28).


Bountiful harvest:- The
teaching of the Word of God as the seed which will provide a bountiful harvest
(Rom 9:29, John 12:24).


Prosperity:- It can
point to a promise of peace and plenty (Zech 9:17). It represents a promise of
that which is to come.


- Wheat ready to be
harvested


Reward:- It represents a
promise [or reward] of that which is to come. If
ripe with the heads hanging down, the harvest is ready for the picking meaning
that you will receive an abundant return on your investment.


Word of God:-
The teaching of the Word of God as the seed which will provide a bountiful
harvest (Rom 9:29, John 12:24).


Ready to be used:- In a
spiritual sense it is a humble person who is ready to be used by the Lord in
His fields.


- Wheat seed [maize]


Peace and plenty:- It
can indicate peace and plenty (Zech 9:17, Luke 8:11), or represent a promise of
that which is to come.


Word of God:-
It can represent the Word of God (1 Pet 1:23, Luk 8:11, 1 Pet 1:23, Mat 13:32).
Teaching of the Word of God which is the seed which will provide a bountiful
harvest (Rom 9:29, John 12:24, Mat 9:37). The Word of God [spiritual
life] that is in, or is being imparted to a believer (Luke 8:11). An
evangelistic ministry where people are equipped to receive and understand the
Word of God (Prov 11:18, Gal 6:8).


Inheritance:- Can also
refer to your inheritance [the ability, or resources, to
provide for you spiritually, emotionally or physically] (Acts 3:25).


Self-effort:- It can be
a warning against doing too much out of your own power and to rather submit to
the Holy Spirit (Gal 6:8, Zech 4:6).


Source:- Shows the
substance which will enable the duplication and growth of a business or
ministry (2 Cor 9:6, Gen 1:29). Can point to the origin of a business or
ministry (Ps 126:5, 6).


It can be an initiative, or contribution, which is made with the
expectation of it yielding multiple fruit (Ecc 11:6, John 12:24, 1 Cor 15:38).


Unfruitful:- Initiatives
originating from the flesh [worldly initiatives] and
which will not yield any fruit (Mat 13:4-7).


WHEEL [tyres]


Presence of the Holy
Spirit:- The air in the
tyre represents the presence of the Holy Spirit upon which the ministry [vehicle] is traveling, therefore it indicates whether
there is a reliance on the Holy Spirit, or on own effort.


Removing reproach:-
Gilgal, a place in Israel, means wheel or rolling, and this is where God
removed the reproach from His people (Josh 5:9).


Moving freely:- If the
wheels are filled with air, it can then be said that the business or ministry
will move freely and prosperously (Josh 5:9, Ez 1:20).


Self-reliance:- Caution
that the person is relying on own effort.


- Tyres


Business ability:- Shows
someone’s ability and motivation to bridge the challenges of business or
ministry (Acts 10:38).


Preparedness:- Can be
likened to shoes of willingness (Eph 6:15) to spread the Gospel of Christ.
Preparedness and faith for what you are involved in.


- Flat tyres


Loss of faith:-
Symbolize someone’s disappointment or loss of faith in their business or
ministry.


Discouragement:-
Discouragement, a force or circumstances which inhibit the business, person or
ministry to move forward effectively and successfully (Num 21:4).


Reliance on own effort:-
Reliance on own effort and not trusting the Holy Spirit for guidance. It can
also symbolize discouragement and tiredness (Ex 14:25, Ecc 12:6).


WHEELBARROW


Helping others:-
Symbolic of a business or ministry which will take effort to lighten your own
or others’ burdens (Matt 11:30, Gal 6:2). A person to person ministry1.


WHEELCHAIR [chair]


Foolish words:- Words of
a fool (Prov 26:7).


Passive person:- Someone
who is passive in a situation or hampered in doing what they are called to do.


Failing ministry:- Can
symbolize a ministry or business which has failed or will fail, or someone not
taking up their rightful position in ministry or business.


- Rising out of a
wheelchair


Arise from passivity:-
Promise of a miraculous intervention from God which causes you to rise from
passivity and failure (Matt 11:5, Acts 3:1-9).


Failing ministry
re-established:- It can also show that a failing business or ministry
will be re-established [on road of success] (Heb
12:13)


WHIRLWIND [tornado]


Miracles:- Can represent
miracles such as when Elijah was taken up into heaven (2 King 2:1; 11).


Spiritual change:- An
act of God to untwist your perverse nature and change you to a God fearing
person.


God’s voice:- A
representation of the voice of the Lord speaking to you [thus
making it important to recognize the voice in the whirlwind] (Job 38:1;
Job 40:6).


Christ’s return:-
Sometimes illustrates Christ’s return (Is 66:15).


Destruction of the wicked:-
Sudden destruction of the wicked (Ps 58:9, Prov 1:27, Is 17:13, Is 40:24, Is
41:16, Jer 30:23).


Evil presence:-
Sometimes referred to as the South-wind, it shows the presence of evil (Jer
25:32). Can signify calamity, distress and anguish (Pro 1:27, Is 5:28, Jer
4:13).


Sinful life:- Signifies
the fruit of a life of sin and vanity [twisted nature]
(Hos 8:7). To scatter and to make desolate [unusable]
(Zech 7:14).


Judgment of false prophets:-
It can be a caution of the vengeance of God against false prophets who say
things to appease people and do not pronounce what is revealed to them by the
Lord (Jer 23:16-20).


WHITE [diamond]


Purity:- It is a symbol
of holiness, purity, praise and worship (Lev 16:4, Lev 16:32, 2 Chron 5:12).
Purity and spotless nature and life of someone. The holiness of God’s members,
their faith and conversation (Gen 49:12).


Innocence:- Innocence,
to be clean, clarity, restored (Ecc 9:8; Dan 7:9). The pure and spotless
righteousness of Christ.


Victory:- Glory, victory
and happiness (Rev 3:5).


Deceptive person:-
Beware of a “false white” as it can represent a deceptive person stripped of
wealth and treasure (Joel 1:7). Divine judgment (Ex 4:6, 2 King 5:27).


WHORE [prostitute,
harlot]


Sexual immorality:- It
can show sexual immorality which has to be dealt with (Mat 5:32, Mat 19:9, Amo
7:17). Involvement in immoral activities and idolatry. Given to a worldly
lifestyle just for own personal gain. (Rev 17:5, Gen 38, Is 23:16)


Spiritual prostitution:-
A warning against the prostitution of your faith by submitting to the false
church [queen of heaven] (Rev 17:1). A warning
against the seduction of the world and a worldly lifestyle (Prov 6:24, Prov
7:10, Prov 29:3, Is 23:16, Jer 3:3, Jer 5:7, Ez 16:25, Deut 23:17).


Idolatry:- Can indicate
involvement in idolatry [submitting their faith to strange
teachings or idol worship], unfaithfulness and disobedience to God ( Jer
3:1-3 Amp).


WIDOW


Weakness:- Symbolic of
poverty, weakness, an orphan spirit or feeling like a stranger (Jer 22:3).


WIFE


Desirable:- Symbolic of
the desire of your eyes (Ex 24:16, Gen 24:67).


Helper:- A helper (Gen
2:18).


Fruitful:- Fruitfulness
(Ps 128:3). Loyalty (Gen 31:14-16).


Covenant:- Symbol of a
covenant (1 Cor 7:17). Unity, union, joined (Eph 5:31, Gen 2:24).


- Pastor or minister’s
wife


Congregation:- As the
pastor often symbolizes Christ the Bridegroom, this can be the congregation or
a church or the body of Christ (Rev 21:9).


- Ex-wife


Past agreement:- Can
refer to a contract or agreement, entered into in the past.


Recurring error:- A
reminder of a mistake that you made in the past which can recur if you are not
careful (Ps 77:5, Ecc 3:15, Gen 3:16).


WILDERNESS


Lost:- To be lost amongst
people (Ez 20:35).


Spiritual barrenness:-
Place of barrenness (Is 44:4). An uncultivated place or person [lost soul]. Spiritually barren (Ex 13:18).


Difficult time:- A
difficult time in your life, a time of preparation (Gen 21:14).


Unwise:- Lack of
understanding and wisdom (Job 12:24).


Temptation:- A place of
temptation (Mark 1:13).


WILL [testament]


Inheritance:- It is a
confirmation of your inheritance in Christ, that you have been adopted as His
child and that you are a co-sharer of His inheritance (Rom 8:15, Gal 4:5).


WIND


Holy Spirit:-
Spiritual association is that wind is a familiar emblem of the Holy Spirit (Ez
37:9, John 3:8, John 20:22, Acts 2:2).


Move of the Spirit:-
A cool gentle breeze can signify a move of the Holy Spirit which either brings
change, a message from God or clears away mists of gloom, error, unbelief and
sin, which intercept the light of Jesus Christ (Gen 1:2).


Spiritual warmth:- The
Spirit bringing spiritual warmth (2 Cor 4:6).


Revealing that which is hidden:-
It can show that you will find out something hidden or learn something new [to get wind of].


Trade:- A wind blowing
constantly from one direction can show that you will become involved in a
transaction [trade] of some kind.


satan:- The presence of beelzebub [lord of the flies – satan] is the central evil force
giving instructions to the 4 winds (Mat 10:25, Mat 12:24, Mat 12:27, Mar 3:22).


Opposition:- Can
represent demonic or strong opposition.


Talking nonsense:- An
irritating wind can point to someone who talks too much [spews
out a lot of hot air].


- East wind


Separation:- Time of
separation. Time to fast and pray (Is 58).


New beginning:- New
beginning (Ex 14:21). Can refer to the Chaldeans.


Wise person:- A wise and
learned person (Hab 1:6-9).


Holy Spirit:-
Holy Spirit blowing away man-made structures.


Devastation:- Spreading
devastation (Is 27:8, Hab 1:6). Dry wind (Ex 14:21) that parch, wither and fade
away (Ez 17:10, Hos 13:15). Comes up from the wilderness, brings dryness which
is a warning that resources can dry up. Also a warning that you will be
plundered, ravaged or attacked. Brings destruction (Hos 13:15). The east wind
is tempestuous (Job 27:21, Is 27:8) and withering (Gen 41:23).


Seducer:- Symbolic of
lucifer the bright and shiny one, the seducer, who is wrong to look at as he
takes you out of your rightful place (Job 27:21).


- North wind


Spiritual discernment:-
Spiritual discernment. To be convicted by the Holy Spirit and His revelation.
To awaken or arise strongly. Bringing an atmosphere of repentance. The Holy
Spirit as reprover (John 16:8-11).


God’s increase:- Cold
wind, powerful and strong. Brings God’s growth and increase (Song 4:16).


Conceiving:- Can signify
conceiving, begetting, and bringing forth (Prov 25:23).


Clearing disagreements:-
To clear the air and to sort out disagreements (Job 37:22, Prov 25:23).


Attack on emotions:- It
can be a caution that Belial, the destroyer, is attacking emotions and brings
feelings of worthlessness.


Resisting God’s
blessings:- Symbolic of circumstances or attitude that drives away the
grace and blessings of God.


Slander:- Slanderous
reports, idle tales, backbiting (Pro 25:23).


Spiritual dryness:- This
points to a dry period (winter season) in your spiritual life.


- North west wind


Quenching of the Spirit:-
Caution of the quieting [quenching] of the Spirit of
God (Zech 6:8).


- South wind


Warmth of God:-
Bright, sunny one, mercy, warmth, satisfying the craving for God. Brings peace
and quiet. It is delightful and brings healing and comfort (Job 37:17). Gentle
presence of the Holy Ghost as the comforter (John 14:16).


It will happen:- It will
happen (Luk 12:55).


Confrontation:- Can be a
caution of an impending confrontation. Also symbolic of satan the opposer (Zech
3:1).


- Stormy winds


Vengeance of God:-
Warning of the destruction, power and vengeance of God (Nah 1:3). Power and
vengeance of God (Nah 1:3, Job 37:9, Jer 30:23, Is 21:1, Zech 9:14, Ez 1:4, Jer
23:19, Jer 30:23, Jer 25:32, Jer 30:23).


- West wind


Promise of blessings:-
Gives the promise of showers of blessing.


Transformation:- Brings
the lord’s teachings. Transformation, blows over the sea and carries moisture [brings relief and blessings] (1King 18:44-45, Luk 12:54).


Resisting devourer:-
Driving off the devourer [locusts] (Ex 10:19).


Unsound thinking:-
Caution of leviathan who attacks the mind and rational thinking.
Double-mindedness, illogic, irrational, confusion (Ex. 10:19).


- Windmill


Holy Spirit
calling:- It can indicate a call to pray in the Spirit [in tongues]. A call to be Holy Spirit driven.


Miraculous provision:- A
symbol of a prayer for the supernatural provision of God (Mat 24:41).


- Whirlwind


Miracles:- Can represent
miracles such as when Elijah was taken up into heaven (2King 2:1, 11).


Spiritual change:- An
act of God to untwist your perverse nature and change you to a God fearing person.


God’s voice:- A
representation of the voice of the Lord speaking to you [thus
making it important to recognize the voice in the whirlwind] (Job 38:1,
Job 40:6).


Christ’s return:-
Sometimes illustrates Christ’s return (Is 66:15).


Destruction of the wicked:-
Sudden destruction of the wicked (Ps 58:9, Prov 1:27, Is 17:13, Is 40:24, Is

- Closed window


Lack of prophetic insight:-
Can mean that you will not be able to have full insight into the prophetic.


- Open window


Prophetic insights revealed:-
Means that the Lord is opening prophetic insights to your life (2 Tim 2:7, Ex
31:3).


Enemy’s plans:-
Revealing the works of the enemy (Joel 2:9).


- Three windows above bed


Prophetic ministry:- It
reveals a calling to a prophetic ministry [dreams, visions,
trances]1.


- Window in roof


Spiritual revelation:-
Heavenly revelation, prophetic revelation, revealing the covering of God (Gen
7:11, Mal 3:10).


WINE [grapes]


Plenty:- Abundant wine
represents spiritual peace and plenty in provision (Zech 9:17).


Refreshment:-
Refreshment, joy and celebration (Zech 10:7).


Redemption:- Symbol of
redemption by the blood of the Lamb. The New Covenant (Mat 26:27-28, 1 Cor
5:7).


Holy Spirit:-
A symbol of the Holy Spirit within us (Ex 6:6-7).


Seduced to sin:-
Seducing someone and causing them shame (Hab 2:15, Nah 1:10). Causing someone
to sin (Dan 5:4, Dan 5:23).


Laziness:- Lazy and unfruitful
person (Is 55:11). Limits understanding (Hos 4:11).


Pride:- Pride and
self-righteousness (Is 5:21-22).


- Wine bottle


Bringer of refreshment:-
Symbolizes the person or way, which God brings you spiritual or natural
refreshment, joy or redemption (1 Sam 1:24).


Protection of the new
covenant:- Can be seen as the safekeeping of the New Covenant. It is
valuable, yet kept in a fragile vessel.


- Winepress


Crushed:- Symbolic of
being crushed and destroyed and then to become part of something bigger and
more important and of greater value (Is 63:3).


- Drinking wine with
someone


Fellowship:- Symbolic of
fellowship, spiritual blessing, symbol of unity and friendship, brother/sister
in Christ (1 Cor 10:16-17).


WINGS


Strength:- Symbol of
strength and endurance (Prov 23:5, Is 40:31).


Pastor:- Calling to a
pastoral ministry, protection (Ps 17:8).


Healing:- Healing and
righteousness (Mal 4:2). From a Biblical perspective the wings are also
associated with the ‘Talith” [prayer mantle] of the
priest.


- Wings of a dove


Peace:- Symbolizes love
and peace (Ps 55:6).


- Wings of a hen


Safety:- Feeling safe
and protected. A place of safety and protection (Mat 23:37).


- Wings of an eagle


Spiritual strength:-
Spiritual Strength. Untiring (Prov 23:5).


- Wings of a hawk


Migration:- Symbolic
that it is time to move to a different location for a season [such as the hawk migrating to the South] (Job 39:26).


WINKING EYE [eyes]


Freemasonry:- It is
possible that the person may be involved in a secret organization [e.g. Freemasonry] and is not to be trusted (Prov 6:13) as
they would deceive and mislead you in order to achieve their own goals (Luke
11:34).


WINTER [seasons]


Harvest season:- Harvest
season (Jer 8:20).


Time of rest:- Can also
be a time of rest (Ps 132:8, Is 57:2) and time for preparation for a new
season.


Time of difficulty:- A
time of difficulty.


Emptiness:- A time of
emptiness, unfruitfulness and feelings of loneliness. A period where a person
feels removed from God. (Gen 31:40, Deut 28:23).


WITCH


Rebellion:- Rebellion is
seen as equal to witchcraft (1 Sam 15:23a), therefore it can signify the
presence of rebellion.


Seduction:- Prostitution
and seduction (Nah 3:4).


Control:- To be
bewitched or to be controlled/control a person (Gal 3:1).


Curse:- To curse or to
be cursed. Speaking venomous words [curses] over
someone (Gal 3:13).


Evil spirit:- It can
also represent a demonic or evil spirit (Mat 8:28).


WOLF’S TAIL [idiom]


Embracing the Light:-
It can show someone that is nearing the decision to embrace the light [to give his heart to Jesus] (Jer 5:6, Zeph 3:3, Gen
49:27).


Imperfectly illuminated:-
It can also refer to ‘twilight’ which can be early in the morning or evening
when all is poorly or imperfectly illuminated. It can either point to the end [morning] or beginning [evening]
of a time of darkness and mourning.


WOLVES


Harsh judgment:- Judges
dealing harshly (Zeph 3:3).


Fierce attacker:- A
fierce and ferocious person who, together with others like himself,
unobtrusively and by surprise, attack someone else (Hab 1:8).


Legalistic person:- A
persecuting and legalistic person (Acts 20:29).


Deceptive self-promotion:-
Can represent a deceptive person or false prophet who becomes involved in the
church or ministry with the idea of benefiting and promoting themselves (Mat
7:15, John 10:12).


Greedy:- A greedy person
(Ez 22:7).


WOMAN


Church:- It can
represent the church [Bride of Christ] (Is 3:12),
the congregation you are attending, or the Church [Body of
Christ] in general (Ps 45:2-15, Gal 4:26, Rev 12:1)


Church planting:- It can
also represent a church, healing, nurturing ministry which the Lord may be
calling you to.


Caring person:- Someone
caring, fruitful and hardworking (Gen 18:6, Prov 31:15-19, Mat 24:41, Sag 5:8).


Wicked person:- A weak
and helpless person that is seen to be easy to deceive (Gen. 3:1-16, 2 Cor
11:3, 1 Tim 2:14).


Controlling person:- Can
represent a person with a Jezebel spirit [controlling,
manipulating, seducing] (1 King 21:1-27).


Coward:- Cowardly and
fearful person (Is 19:16, Jer 50:37, Jer 51:30, Nah 3:13).


Self-indulgence:- A
person only focussing on himself and his own needs [self-indulgence]
(Is 32:9-11, Mat 25:1-13).


Backsliding:- Can
represent backsliding (Jer 6:2, Rev 17:4, 18).


- Old woman


Wise person:- Symbolic
of someone wise with good discernment and maturity (Prov 20:29, Prov 16:31, Job
41:32).


Past occurrence: - It
can refer to something that happened many years ago [something
in the past].


Take careful note of what the old woman says or the location or
circumstances she is in, to provide more clues as to the deeper meaning of what
the Lord is telling you.


- Pregnant woman


Revealing opportunity: -
It is a promise to expect a new business or ministry opportunity to be revealed
to you soon [within the next 9 months].


Something new revealed: -
It can also represent a new initiative, new product or a new phase in your life
(James 5:7).


Temptation revealed: -
It can show that you can expect temptation or deception, to be offered to you
soon (Rev 12:2).


- Strange woman


Temptation: - Seducing
and deceiving spirit (Prov 6:24-29, 6:32-35, Prov 7:6-27, Ecc 7:26). Temptress,
prostitute (1 Sam 2:22).


Wickedness:- Can be
symbolic of a wicked person or a person with a wicked spirit (2 King 9:30-37, 2
King 23:7, Jer 44:15-19, Jer 44:25, Ez 8:14, Rom 1:26).


- Woman in a man’s clothes


Abomination:- An
abomination, the presence [or circumstance] of
something that is unnatural and/or unacceptable (Deut 22:5, 1 Tim 2:9-10, 1 Pet
3:3-4).


- Woman with a golden cup
in her hand


Immorality:- This often
refers to the queen of heaven, offering the blood of the saints to be drunk. It
refers to an offer of sexual immorality and homosexuality (Rev 7).


WOMB


Protection of the immature:-
It represents an immature person or young believer who is being nourished and
protected until they are ready to be released in their calling (Job 31:15, Is
44:2).


Covering the unsaved:-
It can also point to the church [as the Body of Christ]
bringing the unsaved to Christ (Ps 110:3, Ecc 11:5).


Place of safety:- It is
a warm, protected and comfortable place where you are cared for in order to
prepare you for your new life in Christ (Ps 37).


Something new:- It can
represent establishing a new nation (Gen 25:23, Is 46:3), ministry or business
or show that the Lord is about to reward you as He had promised (Ps 127:3).


Calling impregnated:- It
can also represent the calling of the Lord being impregnated or incubated and
going into fulfilment (Jer 1:5).


WOOD


Offer:- Can represent
something which has to be crucified [offered] as it
corresponds to the message of the Cross (Gal 3:13).


Building material:-
Something or someone that can be used to build with [to
become part of a ministry or business], to protect and to comfort [warmth] (Is 44:15; 2 Chron 2:10).


Worldly:- People of the
flesh (Jer 5:14). Carnal and fleshly person or worldly reasoning (Is 56:3).


Spiritual dryness:-
Dryness in a person’s spiritual or business life, therefore not bearing fruit
(Ps 104:13, Is 17).


WORDS


Righteous words:- The
mouth or words of the righteous (Is 49:2). The Word of the Lord’s deliverance.
Words of direction. In Scripture, the bullets or arrows [words]
of God are the apprehensions of His wrath. It pierces the conscience and pains
the receiver (Job 6:4, Ps 38:2).


God’s judgment:- It can
represent the judgment of God against His enemies (2 Sam 22:15, Deut 32:23, Ps
18:14, Zech 9:14).


Slanderous words:-
Slanderous, fault-finding, rebellious words and malicious purposes of people
with evil intent against the righteous (Ps 11:2).


Accusations:- Words of
accusation, bitterness and criticism (Ps 64:3).


Enemy attack:- Enemy’s
destruction and attacks (Num 24:8).


Lies:- Lies and deceit
(Jer 9:8).


Mature teachings:-
Symbolic of sound and powerful teaching of the Word of God to spiritually
mature people (1 Cor 3:2, Phil 3:15, Eph 4:4).


WORKER [employee]


Disciple: - Can
represent someone for whom you have to take responsibility to coach, mentor
and/or disciple (Col 3:23).


- Fellow worker


Task relationship:- A
fellow worker can represent someone with whom you are yoked [work or task relationship] but do not necessarily share
any particular interest with. It can also refer to a person who will assist you
in a ministry (2 Cor 6:14).


WORLD [earth]


Worldwide ministry:- It
can indicate that the Lord is calling you to a worldwide [global]
ministry or business network (Mark 16:15). The Lord is showing you the world as
He has called you to spread the Gospel to all peoples and nations.


International ministry:-
It can represent a calling to an international business or ministry (Ps 22:27,
Ps 49:1).


Worldly pleasures:- It
can show that the person is more focused on worldly pleasures and own interests
than to do the will of the Lord (Ps 73:12).


WORM


Eternal life:- The Word
sometimes refer to the life [soul] of man
symbolically as the ‘worm’ that lives forever (Is 66:24, Mark 9:44). It
contains a warning that only the flesh will die but that the soul [and spirit] of man will live forever.


Despised:- Rejected and
despised (Job 25:6, Mar 9:44) in the way that Christ was humiliated and
tormented (Ps 22:6).


Defiled:- Worms are
often hatched in putrid substances. It can therefore be associated with
something that is the result of [hatched by] sinful
actions or activities.


Fleshly lifestyle:- It
is a caution that soulish [or fleshly] actions [pride, self-will, self-righteousness, desire, malice, envy,
shame, sorrow and despair] which does not bow the knee before Christ
will be subjected to the everlasting and tormenting fire that consumes the
inconsumable body (Is 66:24, Mar 9:44).


- Millipede


Changing circumstances:-
Literally comes before the rain [blessings of the Lord].
Symbol of a change in weather [circumstances will change]
(Heb 7:12).


Spiritual death:-
Leading to eternal death if you don’t deal with that which is causing you to
live an earthly or fleshly life (Is 66:24, Mar 9:44).


WRESTLING


Spiritual Warfare:-
To be in the process of deliverance and/or spiritual warfare against the forces
of darkness (Luk 9:42).


Inner struggle:- It can
represent the struggle to gain victory over the things of the flesh and to
submit fully to God (Gen 32:24).


Competitive negotiations:-
To argue in an attempt to gain control (Gen 23:7, Gen 32:24). It can show a
spirit of control and manipulation trying to take hold of you, or that you are
striving in order to gain control (Joh 10:10).


Litigation:- Resistance
in a ministry or work situation, or being involved in or can expect to be
involved in a trial, litigation or a disciplinary matter (Jam 5:9).

YARD


Location:- Can symbolize
the place [location or prominence] of someone in a
business or ministry (Heb 11:8, Rev 12:6).


- Back yard [directions]


Not ready:- Shows that
the person has not yet progressed to a level where they can be brought to a
higher level of visibility and prominence (2 Chron 20:33).


Past:- It can also refer
to something that happened in the past (1 Pet 4:3, Eph 2:1).


- Front yard [directions]






Ready:- Shows that you
are ready for high prominence in ministry or business (Josh 4:4).


Future:- It can also
refer to something that will happen in the future (Ex 23:20).


YEAST


Word Increase:-
A powerful medium [or instrument] which can be used
to increase the Word of God (Mat 13:33).


Sin:- Old Testament
symbol of sin. A worldly lifestyle (1 Cor 5:5-6). Shows the danger of increases
in ungodliness, vice and immorality. It can be a caution that something must be
removed to prevent it from spreading and infecting many (Mat 16:11).


Pride:- Someone who is
puffed up and boastful (1 Cor 4:18, 1 Cor 4:19, Jam 4:16).


YELLOW [saffron
– gold]


Faith:- Faith,
strengthening the heart, saved by faith (Heb 2:13, 2, Eph 2:8, Hab 2:4).


YOKE


Partnership:- It can
represent a partnership. A call from Jesus to be yoked with Him in order to
reduce your load. To trust Him and rely on Him to carry the load (Is 10:27,
Matt 11:29, Is 58:6, Is 10:27, Gen 27:6).


Burdened:- This can show
carrying too much of a burden yourself. Can refer to someone who is burdened
(Deut 28:48).


Unequal subjection:- To
be in an unequal partnership. It can also point to subjection [enslaved] (1 King 12:4, 9-11).

ZEBRA


Camouflage:- A zebra
always looks like it is in a good condition and its stripes enables it to
become one with its environment [camouflage].


Adaptable:- This can
show that the person can adapt well and stay calm and composed in any
circumstance (1 Thess 5:6).


Healing:- The stripes [white on black] can also symbolize our healing through
Christ’s suffering (Is 53:5, Prov 20:30).


Resisting the Holy
Spirit:- A zebra is
known to be unable to absorb its fat during a drought when it is starving. This
means it can die of starvation while its body still contains a lot of fat. It
can therefore symbolize someone who is not able or is having difficulty, to become
one with the Holy Spirit or abide in the Lord (1 John 2:27).


Poor discernment:- The
black and white stripes can point to difficulty in discerning between light [spirit-filled life] and darkness [fleshly
lifestyle] (Jud 1:7).


Suffering:- The stripes
[black on white] can point to judgment, affliction,
punishment and suffering (Luk 12:47).


ZEBULON ANOINTING


Dwelling:- The the tribe
of Zebulon means place of habitation [where you stay]
or dwelling (Ex 23:20).


At the right place:- You
are at the right place where you can expect good tidings or a good gift,
present or provision from God (Gen 30:20, Gen 48:9).


Honour:- Honour (Gen
30:20).


International calling:-
It is also the colour of the sea which shows that you can do business and trade
worldwide or initiate an international evangelical ministry (Deut 33:19, Prov
13:22).


ZION


Rulership:- Symbol of
God’s rulership, kingship and worship (Heb 12:22, Ps 2:6)58.


ZOO


Unfocussed:- Too many
things happening at the same time. The person is having difficulty to focus on
one thing at a time (Act 19:29).


Chaos:- Can also refer
to confusion and chaos 59(Is 37:11, 1 Cor 13:33).
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
