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Chapter 01 – Wisdom and Understanding
 
   It’s a new week and we have five days of blessing ahead. Don’t you just love Mondays? If you are like most people I’m sure you don’t. Most people don’t like Mondays because they don’t like hard work. 
 
   Well I’m going to try and change your attitude. So you’re going to start this wonderful week by getting excited about your life, your work - and especially about your business.
 
   Today begins our Daily Motivational. I want you to come back every day. And if you don’t feel like facing the day, perhaps I will be able to encourage you and motivate you to get going. 
 
   Solomon said, 
 
   Pay attention to wisdom, and stretch out your heart to understanding.
 
   What exactly was he saying here? Notice that he didn’t say, 
 
   “Work harder.” 
 
   All of us know that it’s much better to work smart than it is to work hard. 
 
   You need to spend a bit more time developing wisdom and understanding. If you do that you’ll actually accomplish far more than if you spend a longer period of time working. 
 
   What is wisdom and understanding, and what is the difference between the two? 
 
   If you read through the book of Proverbs you will see these words all the time. I would like to explain this a little so that you can understand the difference between the two. 
 
   The difference lies in where they come from. You see wisdom comes from your spirit within. Understanding comes from your mind. It is very clear.  
 
   You Need to Develop Them
 
   The important question is how do you develop these? How do you develop wisdom and how do you develop understanding? 
 
   When you develop these and increase them, you become more efficient and you work smarter. This means that you won’t have to work harder. 
 
   So if you are complaining about all the hard work you have to do, why not try this? Beginning this week again with hard work, learn to develop wisdom and understanding. You will get excited about your work because it won’t have to be so hard anymore. You will be working smarter and accomplishing far more. 
 
   How do you do this? That is the key word. Everybody tells you what to do, but nobody tells you how to do it. 
 
   How do you develop wisdom? Well if wisdom comes from your spirit, then you need to tap into your spirit. 
 
   Tapping the Spirit
 
   How do you tap into your spirit? You do it through words. You see words are the way that you express what is in your spirit. 
 
   As human beings we have the ability to speak words. We can tap into and release what is in our spirits. If you know any of my teachings, you will know that one of the most powerful ways of releasing what is in your spirit is through words and actions. 
 
   So to tap into your spirit you must use words. What kind of words? The easiest way of tapping into the wisdom is through meditation and prayer. 
 
   What is meditation? It is not when you go into a trance-like state and hum something. No, that is transcendental meditation. We are not talking about that. 
 
   Meditation actually means to mutter to yourself. It means to think things through and talk them through; to talk to yourself. 
 
   I talk to myself all the time. I speak things through, and sometimes it helps to speak out loud what you’re thinking. You will be amazed what pops out that you didn’t expect. 
 
   Tapping the Mind
 
   Now how do we tap into our minds? It comes through concentration. That one is a bit more difficult isn’t it? It takes a bit of effort. 
 
   We don’t feel like thinking. We like to just let our thoughts run and do whatever they want to do. 
 
   But if you take control of your mind, and through an act of your will concentrate your thoughts, you can focus your thoughts. And you can begin to develop a greater understanding of your situation. 
 
   Then what you need to do is this. Sit and write down what comes out of your spirit and what comes out of your mind. It is a simple process known as journaling. 
 
   If you don’t know how to journal it’s easy. Sit down with pen and paper, take out your laptop or use your PDA – whatever you use to write on. 
 
   Spend a bit of time in meditation and prayer. Spend some time muttering to yourself, thinking and concentrating. Then write down every picture and thought that comes into your mind. 
 
   Write down and record some of the things that you find yourself saying. You will be amazed at the wisdom and understanding that comes out. 
 
   Then you can go and face the day, and you’ll find yourself working smarter instead of harder. 
 
   Why don’t you go and do that today? Start the week well and come back again tomorrow. 
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Chapter 02 – Discover Your Hidden Gems
 
   Welcome back. I hope you had a very blessed Monday, and that on this Tuesday you’re ready to face the world and do exciting things. 
 
   I want to ask you one simple question: What did you read today? Do you know that reading is very important, because it is one of the greatest ways to feed your mind? 
 
   If you don’t have any good books to read then probably the best book to start with is the Bible. You have 66 books to choose from there. 
 
   Read Aloud
 
   Solomon said this: 
 
   Read out loud with understanding, and lift up your voice for insight. Try to obtain her like silver, and search for her as for hidden treasures.
 
   Did you notice again the connection between understanding and insight, wisdom and speech? There is such a power in our words. 
 
   One of the most powerful things you can do when you read, is to read out loud. Try it some time. Take a Bible passage in the morning before you start the day. Don’t just rush through and say, 
 
   “Let me read the Word quickly.” 
 
   Take a small passage and read it out loud, and listen to yourself as you speak those words. You will be amazed at what seems to come out and what you feel within as you speak those words out loud. 
 
   Apart from telling us to read out loud and keep speaking words, what exactly is Solomon saying here? 
 
   You need to keep lifting up your voice, because in the middle of a conversation truths pop out. While you’re discussing things with people, wisdom and ideas will pop out. 
 
   Haven’t you ever noticed that while you are sitting discussing something with somebody, suddenly an idea will come into your mind? 
 
   One of the most powerful ways of getting new ideas is to share. It is the principle known as brainstorming, where people all pool their ideas. They share and talk and things come out. 
 
   Wealth Should Be Secondary
 
   But apart from that, what Solomon was actually saying here was, 
 
   “Do not seek wealth first.”
 
   Yes I know we all want to be rich. And yes I know that if you have started your own business it is so that you could make a lot of money and become wealthy. But if that is the main thing that you are looking to accomplish, there is another verse that Solomon tells us about.  
 
   He says, “If you look for money, it takes wings and flies away.” 
 
   I am sure that you know that one only too well don’t you? Don’t look for wealth primarily. What you must look for are the things that will produce wealth. 
 
   Well what is going to produce wealth? We have been looking at it for the last two days now. It is wisdom, understanding, insight and good ideas. 
 
   Every single person who has made a fortune in business came up with a business idea. He took that idea, put it into practice and turned it into money. 
 
   So now you need to read and you need to speak. You need to mutter as we saw yesterday. And you need to continually tap into and pour out what comes from your spirit within. You need to dig deep. 
 
   Discover the Gems
 
   Solomon says, “You should be looking for these things as though you’re digging in the ground for silver; like you’re digging for diamonds and other hidden gems.”
 
   Sometimes you find these things lying on the ground in certain places, but it is not very common. Most of the time if you are to find a good diamond or valuable gemstone, you are going to have to dig in the ground until you find it. 
 
   You know your mind and your spirit are like that ground. You need to dig deep, and it’s going to take a bit of effort to do that. 
 
   But if you will do it with the same kind of motivation that a prospector has to try and find gold, silver or rich gemstones and diamonds; if you have that same enthusiasm you might just find that diamond. 
 
   You might find a ruby. Or you might find a valuable stone or a piece of silver. It is all sitting there deep down inside of you, waiting to be discovered. 
 
   You have to discover it on your own. You have to bring it out. And if you discover these things and you bring them out, what do you have in your hands? 
 
   You say, “Well that’s great. I have all these brilliant ideas but I’m still poor.”
 
   Yes, but now you have the tools that you need to become wealthy. Look for those things first. Develop them. Find them. Pull them out, put them together and write them down. Start to accumulate them. 
 
   Eventually a picture will come together and you will say, 
 
   “I know exactly how to go out and make a lot of money. I know just how to become wealthy and how to succeed in business.”
 
   Read books, because other people have discovered these gems and you can discover some of their gems. Read the Bible. It is full of gems. 
 
   Tap Inside Yourself
 
   And then you need to tap into what is already inside of you. You have read and heard so many things during your lifetime, and so many of these things have escaped your memory. But they are still sitting there deep down inside. They are still waiting to be tapped. 
 
   You say, “I clean forgot about that. I remember reading that somewhere once.” 
 
   As you remember it and bring it out again, suddenly it becomes a valuable gemstone. When you first put it in you didn’t think it was that valuable. But now suddenly it comes to life. 
 
   Sit down and recall the many things that you have learned over your lifetime. You will be amazed to find that you already have within yourself, everything that you will ever need to succeed in business and to become wealthy. 
 
   Why don’t you go and do that today, and I will share more with you again tomorrow. 
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Chapter 03 - Identifying Your Desires
 
   Well the week is halfway through. But the question is, 
 
   “Are you through?” 
 
   Do you still have the same motivation and the same enthusiasm? Do you have the same fire burning in you now that you did on Monday when we started out? Or have you found that after a few days, all the pressures of work and the cares of life have started to drain you? 
 
   Now you are starting to feel a bit more discouraged, and you don’t have quite the same enthusiasm that you started the week with. 
 
   Solomon had something very interesting to say about this. In Proverbs 13:12 he says: 
 
   Fleeting hope is discouraging, but a core desire fulfilled is a tree of life.
 
   The Importance of Hope
 
   You need to ask yourself the question,
 
   “How long does your hope last? How long does it take before you become discouraged and give up?
 
   You see hope is very important. Hope is what keeps you aiming towards the target – if you have a target. 
 
   If you have listened to or read my teaching entitled ‘Dreams, Goals, Plans and Action’, then I hope that you have taken your dreams and translated them into goals, and that you have put some plan into motion to reach your goals. 
 
   If you have done everything that you need to do in order to reach that goal, there is only one thing that will keep you going. It is the hope that you will reach the goal. 
 
   If you give up hope you are not going to reach the goal are you? This is because as soon as you lose hope you stop reaching forward. You stop pushing ahead. 
 
   You see the goal is your carrot. It keeps you going. But what happens if you lose hope? What happens if after trying and trying, and waiting again and again, it just seems like you are never going to reach your goal?
 
   What happens is you give up hope. And according to Solomon, when that happens you start to get discouraged. He used the term ‘It makes the heart sick.’
 
   Well a sick heart is caused by a person who is discouraged, depressed or demotivated. He is a person who has lost it. 
 
   Unfortunately it is often like that with hope. You start off with great hope, but the experiences of life take that hope away. Then you give up and become discouraged. 
 
   When that happens you quit. And when you quit you will never reach your goal. But what I would like to tell you right now is that there is something better than ordinary hope. 
 
   There is one powerful force that will keep you going even when things seem hopeless; even when you start to give up hope that you will ever see your goal or fulfill your dreams. 
 
   Core Desire
 
   That force is called a ‘core desire’, because it takes more than just a simple desire to do this. It takes a driving force within you; a consuming desire and passion. I believe that is the desire that Solomon was speaking about here when he says,
 
   A core desire that is fulfilled is like a tree of life.
 
   The picture of a tree is a good one. What does a tree do? It continues to bear fruit over and over again. It is not a little plant like an herb that bears once and then it is over. It is a tree that continues to give life. 
 
   What does that mean to you? It means that it continues to keep you going and keeps you motivated. 
 
   You continue to maintain those feelings that will help you to push on towards the goal, even though the whole world is against you and nothing seems to be working out. 
 
   Even though it seems that people are opposing you and your goals and dreams are being blocked, there is something burning inside of you – a fire that will not be put out.
 
   That is the fire that you need to keep motivated. You see motivation is great while it lasts. But what happens when you lose it? 
 
   Do you know how easy it is to lose motivation? All it takes is for somebody to say something negative to you, or for somebody to give you a vote of no confidence.
 
   It takes somebody to say to you, 
 
   “You’re foolish to try and aim for that goal. You know you’ll never reach it. I mean I look at you and you are just not capable of being a millionaire. Why don’t you give it up? Don’t be stupid. Just be an ordinary person like the rest of us.” 
 
   That could take away your hope. But when you have a core desire burning inside of you, you’re not going to lose it. 
 
   Faith, Hope and Love Work Together
 
   You see there are three forces involved and I have taught this elsewhere. They are faith, love and hope. 
 
   Faith is like the charge in a gun, or it is like a bullet. If you have a laser gun it is the actual laser charge. 
 
   Love is the trigger that ignites it and fires that power. But hope is the gun sight that you use to keep your weapon aiming at the target. 
 
   Now if you don’t keep aiming at the target you are not going to hit it. If you get distracted in the middle of your aim, you are going to miss and you will fail to reach your goal. 
 
   There are plenty of forces out there, and there is an enemy at work out there to discourage you from reaching your goal. He wants to prevent you from hitting the target and he tries to steal your hope and take it away. 
 
   What you need is a burning fire. You need a core desire within you that doesn’t give up. 
 
   When things go against you and people discourage you; when circumstances seem to block the thing that you are aiming for, something inside of you will not give up or let go.
 
   There is a fire inside of you that continues to burn. And when people try and pour water on that fire it just continues to burn. 
 
   That is what will keep your hope going. It will keep you aiming at the target and make sure that you reach your goal. 
 
   Now the most important question you must be asking right now is, 
 
   “So how do I get this? How do I develop a core desire?”
 
   We will talk about it some more tomorrow. I will see you then and we’ll discuss a little bit more about core desires and how to develop them. 
 
   I hope that by the end of the week you will be so motivated that you will be ready to face not only the next week, but the next month, the next quarter, the next year – and the whole of your life that lies ahead of you
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Chapter 04 - Developing Your Core Desires
 
   It is Thursday and the week is nearly over. I promised you yesterday that I was going to speak more about core desires today, and so I’m going to keep my promise. 
 
   We are going to look a little bit more at core desires; at exactly what they are, how to discover your core desires and how to develop them. 
 
   It is actually a very big subject, so I am just going to touch on it a little more today to try and help you to identify your core desires. 
 
   Now you need to firstly understand one thing very clearly. A core desire is more than a goal. A core desire is an unfulfilled dream. 
 
   When you reach a goal it loses its power to motivate you. But a long range, unfulfilled dream is something that keeps you going throughout life. It is something you are reaching forward for all the time. It will develop within you a passion and a very strong desire to keep going. 
 
   Have Many Dreams
 
   Now it is very important that you have more than one dream. If you only have one dream or core desire in life, what will happen when you reach your goal? 
 
   What is going to happen when your core desire has been fulfilled? You will actually have nothing more to live for. 
 
   A lot of people have a very strong core desire. They push hard and they reach their goal quite early in life. Then they think it is a wonderful thing to now retire because they have reached their goal. 
 
   But if you don’t have another dream - a higher or a longer range dream to keep you going - then what really are you living for?
 
   You need more than one dream, and you need more than one goal to keep you going. What you need is a long range dream, and you need a lower level or shorter range dream. 
 
   Now you don’t want too many of these, otherwise you are not really going to know what you are aiming for. That would be like trying to shoot several targets at the same time. You can only aim at one target at a time. 
 
   One of Each Dream
 
   It is good to only have one long range dream and another short range dream – just one of each. You don’t need anything more than that. 
 
   The long range dream will keep you going in a direction. And somewhere in between where you are now and where that long range dream or goal is, there is a shorter range one which you are going to reach. 
 
   So you are facing both of them at the same time, but in your mind you know, 
 
   “I’m not going to reach the long range one yet. But in the meantime I’m going to reach this shorter range goal.”
 
   You see the long range dream must keep burning. That is what keeps you going. And when you lose that, actually that is when you lose your zest for life. 
 
   You will find very often that people who decide to retire don’t live for long after that, because they have nothing more to live for. 
 
   You see you may have been dreaming all your life and saying, 
 
   “It will be wonderful to one day be able to have all my time to myself - to go fishing, playing golf and doing whatever I want to do.” 
 
   It is a great dream and goal to have in your mind, that one day you won’t have to go and work for a boss anymore. You won’t have to work hard every day. You could wake up in the morning and do whatever you wanted to do. 
 
   That is a wonderful dream, but when that dream is fulfilled you will have nothing more to live for. You will have no more core desire and nothing more to reach for. 
 
   Well your goal might change. Because you have time to play golf all day, you might dream now of becoming a professional or famous golfer. But you see again there will be a long range goal for you to aim for. That is your core desire. 
 
   Now if you have read my teaching on Dreams, Goals, Plans and Action, then you should have had something burning inside of you while you were listening. 
 
   If you haven’t done this it is available in my series ‘The Way to Success’. 
 
   Write Down Your Core Desires
 
   If you already have that teaching I want you to go and review again what I taught on Dreams, Goals, Plans and Actions. As you are doing this I want you to take out a pen and paper, and I want you to write down everything that pops out. 
 
   Write down every goal, every dream and every picture that comes to your mind. Some of the things have burned in you for many years and perhaps you have even given up on them already. 
 
   I want you to write them down, and I want you to try and identify a desire that has perhaps been in you longer than anything else. It may have started back in childhood. It may have been developed during adolescence, or it may have started after you got your first job. 
 
   At some stage something took hold of you; a burning desire. I want you to find that.
 
   If you can’t find one, then think back on what used to burn in you. Perhaps you have given up on it now, because you have given up hope that you will ever reach it.  
 
   Maybe you are a bit older now. You look at some of the great desires that you had when you were younger and you say, 
 
   “I’m too old. I can’t do that anymore.” 
 
   Stir Those Dreams Up
 
   Do you want to know when you are too old to fulfill your dreams? It is when they put you in a hole in the ground and cover it up with dirt. 
 
   Only then will your dreams die. But while you have breath in your body; while you are still a living creature in this world, you have dreams. If you will admit that to yourself you can face them and say, 
 
   “I’m not afraid to dream again.”
 
   I want to encourage you to take those dreams and bring them back to life again. 
 
   You say, “But I’ve tried to fulfill those dreams before. I’ve tried to set the goals. I’ve attempted this many times and failed.”
 
   I Can Help
 
   Well that is what I am here for; to try and help you fulfill your dreams. So I want you to just take those dreams and to write them down. 
 
   I don’t want you to try and figure out how you are going to reach those goals. Don’t try and figure out what you need to do or don’t need to do, what it is going to cost or what is involved. I want you to leave that to me. 
 
   Why don’t you go and write down your dreams now and I will share more with you tomorrow. 
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Chapter 05 – Stirring Up Your Core Desires
 
   Well I am sure that you have been examining all of your desires and you have got all excited about your core desires. 
 
   As I have shared with people on this subject I have realized that sometimes there is a problem. You see the truth of the matter is that people don’t really know what their core desire is.  
 
   Maybe you have lots of desires. There are many things you want to accomplish in life, and you have had lots of dreams and probably also goals. But the moment somebody asks you, 
 
   “What is your core consuming passion; the thing that drives you more than anything else in life?” 
 
   I will guarantee that you can’t answer that question. In fact I have probably thrown you into confusion, because you suddenly realized that you don’t have a core desire. Maybe you have even started to get depressed now, because you realize, 
 
   “I don’t really have anything burning in me.”
 
   Well I want to make you feel better by telling you that you are not alone. Everybody is in the same situation. 
 
   So let me explain a little bit better what I mean by a core desire. Then I am going to show you how to actually develop a core desire. 
 
   You Do What You Want To Do
 
   What is a desire? A desire is something that comes from that part of our soul called the emotions. Our emotions are what contain our desires and this most important term our feelings.
 
   Now whether you care to admit it or not, everyone does what they feel like doing. You may even consider yourself an intellectual person who thinks things through and knows things very clearly in his or her mind. But I want to tell you that whatever you do, you do it because you feel like doing it.
 
   When you go out and buy something, you buy it because you feel like buying it. You see your desires are what drive you to do everything that you do in life.
 
   But here is the problem. Desires are out of our control. 
 
   I would really like to sit down, close my eyes and make myself desire something. I would like to close my eyes and change the way that I feel. Wouldn’t that be great? 
 
   You get up in the morning and you are feeling down. You are discouraged and depressed and you say, 
 
   “That’s easy.  I will just close my eyes, and by a choice of my will I’ll change the way I feel.”
 
   You can try but you just can’t do it. 
 
   Using Pictures
 
   Let me explain to you what I mean. The thoughts that you think and the pictures that fill your mind change the way that you feel. They also change what comes out of your emotions. They change the things that you desire.
 
   You see you can close your eyes and think of a picture. Close your eyes and think of a beautiful, juicy steak with butter melting over the top and fries on the side. I don’t know about you, but I love steak. 
 
   If you love steak I am sure that right now there is a feeling within you. There is an emotion and a desire beginning to stir within you, and you are thinking, 
 
   “You know I haven’t had supper yet.”
 
   If you are a man, I want you to think of a beautiful woman clothed in something really beautiful. Her hair is lovely, her makeup is nice and she has a beautiful smile on her face. 
 
   What is stirring in you right now? I guarantee there is a desire beginning to stir within you right now. 
 
   You see the pictures that you put in your mind change the way you feel and cause your emotions to become stirred up. 
 
   Now you cannot choose to change the way you feel. But you can choose what you think about and the pictures that you put in your mind. 
 
   Too Many Goals and Desires
 
   There is a mistake that most people make when it comes to dreams, goals, plans and actions. They have too many goals. 
 
   They have so many dreams and things they want to accomplish, that they spend a bit of time on each one and they keep switching from one to the other.
 
   So today I could be sparked off to go out and conquer the world - in one area. Tomorrow I decide I am going to learn to speak a foreign language and I am all excited about that. 
 
   I am going to learn to speak Spanish or I’m going to learn to speak French. I go onto the Internet and go to Amazon and buy all the books. I buy the CDs and I am going to learn to speak this language.
 
   But by the time everything arrives it has already begun to wane a bit, because now I am excited about something else. And so you end up having many desires. 
 
   A Core Desire Keeps Burning
 
   You see that is not a core desire. A core desire is something that sits deep down inside of you. It just keeps burning and keeps pushing. 
 
   In other words the emotions and the feelings stay. And instead of going away, that desire grows stronger over time. 
 
   That core desire is a driving force within you. And it is so strong that you cannot help but reach the goal that you are aiming for. You will leave no stone unturned. You will do everything in your power. You will spend all the money and time you need to.
 
   We tend to often use this excuse and say,
 
   “Well you know I really would love to learn a new language, but I just don’t have the time.”
 
   What you just told me is that learning that language is not a core desire. 
 
   You say, “Well I really would love to be able to do web design and graphics and things like that. But you know I really don’t have time to get into Photoshop and to do programming.” 
 
   “I would love to learn to do PHP and JavaScript and all these things. But you know I really just don’t have the time because I have so many other things to do.”
 
   You just told me you do not have a core desire in this area.
 
   But here is the good news - or bad news as the case may be. You will never ever reach that goal. Ten years from now you will still be dreaming and saying, “
 
   I really would love to be a graphic artist.”
 
   It is really just a fantasy; just a desire. It is a dream that will never be fulfilled. You never set it as a goal and you never made it your core desire. 
 
   You say, 
 
   “So how do I go about this? How do I come to this place?”
 
   Take Just One Goal
 
   It is so simple that you will likely kick yourself when you find the answer. Out of all the desires that you have, you must make a choice. You must pick only one, because you see you cannot aim at many different goals at the same time. 
 
   Unless you are very good with a weapon, it is impossible for you to pick up a gun and try to shoot at moving targets all the time. You aim randomly and say, 
 
   “We’ll just try that one - and that one and that one. And as soon as that one moves we will move to another one.”
 
   You will never hit anything. A true marksman takes his time, takes careful aim and gets the image exactly in the sights. He or she waits, then pulls the trigger and hits every time. 
 
   You must choose one goal only. You can dream as much as you like and let your dreams go from one to the other. And you can live in your fantasy and think how wonderful it will be to do so many other things. But when it comes to setting your goals, you can only set one goal at a time. 
 
   Once you have chosen which goal to set, you must remind yourself of it on a daily basis, as often as you think of it or remember it. 
 
   Stirring Up That Core Desire
 
   You can remind yourself by putting up little notes everywhere or by asking somebody else to remind you. And you can remind yourself by talking about it all the time. But you must put a picture in your mind of you fulfilling that goal. 
 
   When you lie in bed at night before you go to sleep, force that picture into your mind and see it. See yourself accomplishing that goal. See the circumstances and see it as an accomplished fact. 
 
   As you continue to fill your mind with that picture, whatever is in your mind and whatever pictures you keep in your mind will cause your emotions to become stirred. They will change your feelings and will create a desire within you. 
 
   During the night you may wake up and think about it and you may even dream about it. And when you get up the next day after having thought about it, suddenly you will feel like doing it. 
 
   There will be a driving force within you that just keeps you going. You will say, 
 
   “I just have to do this.”
 
   If somebody asks you to do something else you will say, 
 
   “I will get to it later. I have something more important that I want to do right now.” 
 
   You don’t have to try and find time to fulfill your goal. Your time is consumed with fulfilling that goal. It is a core desire; a driving force. It is all you are living for right now. 
 
   If you will keep doing that on a continual basis, as soon as the feelings begin to go, force that picture back into your mind again. Think it through. See it, taste it, feel it and smell it. Apply all your senses to it. 
 
   Let it so fill your mind that it becomes a reality. I guarantee you will suddenly find that you have a core desire.
 
   And if you keep that core desire going, it will drive you to fulfill that goal and to reach it. Then when you reach your goal, you can celebrate and you can sit down and choose another goal and a new core desire.
 
   But you can never have more than one core desire at a time. You can have only one.
 
   So the question then is, “What is your core desire?” 
 
   Only you can answer that question, because only you can make a choice.
 
   A Little Project
 
   I would like to suggest something to you now as you have reached the end of this awesome week. You have learned so much and we have shared so much. 
 
   Now as the weekend stands ahead of you, I want you to sit down. Go through all the things that you have dreamed about and desired and choose just one of them. And then as you go through Saturday and Sunday, I want you to think about it as often as you can.
 
   If you have difficulty thinking and getting the picture in your mind, use some words. Write down some form of your goal. 
 
   Say, “By such and such a date I will be... 
 
   “I plan to be… 
 
   “This is what I am going to do. I want to accomplish this.”
 
   Speak it out loud. Say it. Describe the pictures of what you are going to be and what you are going to have. 
 
   Write them in words, because very often as you speak words it is easy to see the picture in your mind. If I say to you, “Steak,” you are thinking steak. 
 
   Words are very powerful things. Take these words and use some good adjectives, adverbs and expressions. Write them down and speak them. Memorize them and fill your mind with those pictures. 
 
   I will guarantee by Monday morning when you get up, you will know exactly what you are planning to do that day. You will know what you are planning to do that week and in the months that lie ahead. 
 
   You will know exactly which goal you are aiming for. That core desire will drive you and you will reach that goal. 
 
   Go and do it. 
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Chapter 06 – Using Diligence to Develop Your Skills 
 
   Welcome back. I trust that you had a very good weekend and that you are looking forward to a wonderful week that lies ahead. You are all motivated and ready to go.
 
   Now the problem that a lot of people seem to be having is they are motivated and ready to go. But they are not quite sure where to start or what they should do. They don’t know exactly what they should be doing if they are going to start a business? 
 
   We dealt last week a lot with finding your core desires. And as I have shared with people about their core desires, one theme seems to be coming up more than others and that is the arts. So this week I am going to be sharing a little more about this area. 
 
   Now as you consider starting a business, and especially consider going online, that is the best place to start isn’t it? Most of us can’t afford to lay out a lot of money to start a business; to buy a lot of materials and all of the costs that are involved. 
 
   That is why most people dream for years about going into business but they never really get around to it. It just costs too much money.
 
   The beauty of the Internet is that it costs you very little. It maybe costs you a bit of monthly rental to hire space on the web, and you can get going and start your business immediately. You can also start earning money very quickly. 
 
   But what are you going to sell that people will buy? Most people are thinking, 
 
   “Well I have nothing to give. I have nothing to offer.” 
 
   There are a lot of programs out there that are trying to teach different things that you can offer. But I would like to address something deeper than that. I would like to address your inner motivation and ability. 
 
   I would like to show you that you already have within you all that you need to get started. You already have something that you can offer other people that they want.
 
   The Importance of Diligence
 
   Here is the one thing that you are going to need above all others if you want to succeed. It is a little thing that Solomon told us about in Proverbs 22:29. He said, 
 
   See the man who is good at his work? He will present himself before kings; he will not make himself available to ordinary people. 
 
   You see it is actually not really that important what you do in business. It is your diligence in what you do that is important. 
 
   What exactly is diligence? Diligence is the thing that is going to make you to be in demand in the marketplace. It is taking something that people out there want, making the effort and going about it consistently until you get results.
 
   Most people just want to open up a business, advertise it and expect that the whole world will come running to them. They think that people are just dying for what they have to offer.
 
   I used to think that if you offer people something for free that this would happen; that you would get absolutely swamped. But I found out that even if you give people something for free, you have to sell it to them.
 
   So part of developing a business involves learning how to sell and I will share on that more as we go on. 
 
   Developing Your Skills
 
   There are two main qualities that you will need and they are skill and diligence. 
 
   Well where is your skill going to lie? For most of us, it is going to lie in one of two areas, either in the sciences or in the arts. Sometimes you will have a bit of an overlap and you will have both.
 
   When I was younger I thought that I was a scientific person. I loved the science subjects at school like mathematics, physics and chemistry. I thought that this was going to be my career. 
 
   It was only after my career never took off, when everything went wrong and I couldn’t fulfill what I wanted to, that I actually discovered that I had a lot of artsy stuff in me. As the Lord changed my direction completely and I ended up going into ministry, I found that a lot of these artistic things began to come out. 
 
   Now here is the mistake that most people make. They think that arts are something that you are born with. You are born with an artistic skill. 
 
   You know some people grow up and they just know how to do artsy things. They know how to paint. They know how to draw. They know how to sing or they can play music without any effort.
 
   It is not true. These things are in our spirits. Yes you are born with it because you are born with a spirit. But you can develop artistic ability by developing what has been placed in your spirit. 
 
   Unfortunately most people prefer the sciences, because you can develop the sciences by developing your mind. For the arts you have to go a little bit deeper than the mind. You have to tap into some resources that are within you. 
 
   Very often the ladies seem to find this easier. We talk about women’s intuition, because women seem to have more intuition which tends to come from the spirit within. Guys want to be macho and they don’t want to do artsy things, because that is feminine. 
 
   That is foolish. You see arts come from the spirit within, not from the mind. And so you can develop those skills. 
 
   Now we are going to be offering you in the future an opportunity to set up your business online. 
 
   Perhaps you feel that God has called you to ministry, and only ministry burns inside of you. Well that doesn’t mean that you can avoid business, because ministry takes money. 
 
   So you need some kind of business presence with your ministry. And right now the best way to do that is to get on the Internet, on the World Wide Web.
 
   Future Goals and Visions
 
   So my future goal and what I am going to be offering you in Global Business Resources International, is I am firstly going to help you to provide a web presence. We are in the process of completing a package right now that will allow you to set up a website within minutes.
 
   Within a day you can begin to publish and announce yourself and get involved with people in discussion forums. You can start developing mailing lists and sending materials out to those lists.
 
   You can also set up a page to sell your products. You will be able to set it up very quickly. 
 
   And then we want to provide a place for Christian entrepreneurs to interact with each other. We want them to be able to fellowship with each other and to share some of the revelations and ideas that are burning within them; to build up the Body of Christ and to take back the land that this world has held. 
 
   The world is holding the control of the music industry. In Hollywood the world is holding the control of the film industry, theatre and all the artistic side; even the sciences. 
 
   It is time we as God’s people take back the land. It is time that the church becomes the standard; that it becomes the place where we go to find the experts on these things. 
 
   How are we going to come to that place?
 
   We are not going to get it by going into the world and learning how they did it. We are going to go and learn how they did it so we can find out how not to do it. 
 
   Challenging the World System
 
   This is something you had better get ready for. The first thing I am going to be doing in business, is the same thing I did when it came to the apostolic function of providing a ministry structure; of laying out a pattern for the End Times Church. 
 
   And even as I have challenged the church system and presented the fivefold calling as a way of challenging the church system in this world, I will be presenting the fivefold business calling as a way of challenging the systems of this world. 
 
   So if you are expecting to hear what you hear in the world; if you are expecting to receive the kind of training that you get in worldly business schools, then you are going to be disappointed. 
 
   If that is what you are looking for, I suggest you stop reading this book right now, and go to the world and drink of their dirty water, because that is all they have to offer.
 
   But we can offer the crystal clear fountain that comes from the throne of God. We are going to offer revelation and wisdom that comes from the Spirit of God Himself. 
 
   We are going to turn this world upside down for the Lord. And we are going to take back the land that the world has held.
 
   Tomorrow I will share more of what God wants us to do in this world.  
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Chapter 07 – How to Keep Motivated
 
   Welcome back. Are you still feeling motivated or did Monday steal your motivation? 
 
   Isn’t it amazing how your feelings can change? The one day you feel like you want to conquer the world. The next day you feel like the world has conquered you.
 
   Perhaps as you start this day you are not feeling quite that motivated and maybe you are not feeling that much of a conqueror.
 
   People Demotivate You
 
   What is it that makes us lose our motivation? I will tell you what makes you lose your motivation 99 times out of 100. It is people. People make you lose your motivation. 
 
   Somebody said something that I have often quoted and I am going to mention it again. The key is not keeping motivated. The key is stopping other people from demotivating you. 
 
   How do you do that? 
 
   Solomon had something to say about this in Ecclesiastes 3:22. He said:
 
   Therefore I can see that nothing is better for a man than for him to rejoice in his own business; for that is his lot. 
 
   This was a man who knew all about business. And he said there is nothing better than just to rejoice in your own business. Rejoice not in somebody else’s business but in your own; not in how people respond to you, but in your own sense of accomplishment. 
 
   People Don’t Care About Your Goals
 
   Now let me break it to you. The bad news is that other people will not get excited about your goal. The people that you employ in your business are not excited about your business. They are only excited about their own business. 
 
   So if they are not part of your business and they don’t own a part of it, they are interested in only one thing: the pay check at the end of the month. 
 
   Yes you can get people motivated and you can encourage them to feel part of the vision. That is another story. 
 
   But most of the time, whether you are in business or in ministry, you will always find that the people who work under you just don’t share your zeal.  And very often this can be very demotivating.
 
   You are all excited. You want to shoot for the stars. You want to accomplish great things in your business or in your ministry, and it just seems like everybody else is dragging their feet. 
 
   Dealing With Acceptance and Recognition
 
   Now this is the biggest mistake you can ever make in whatever you do. It is looking to people to meet your needs for acceptance and recognition.
 
   Your Friends
 
   Who is going to meet those needs? Your friends won’t. Forget about that. Your friends are not going to meet your need for acceptance. Yes you may feel good when you are around them because they accept you the way you are. 
 
   But if you are needy all the time and continually needing their affirmation and acceptance, after a while they will start getting irritated with you. They are not going to be friends anymore and they won’t want to hang around with you.
 
   You see your friends cannot carry the load of meeting your need for acceptance. And if you have a need for recognition, your friends are going to see you as always bragging about what you are doing. And nobody wants to be around someone who is always bragging about their own accomplishments.
 
   Do you know why? It is because they all want to brag about their accomplishments as well. It becomes a big competition with each person trying to outdo the other one by saying, 
 
   “I did something greater than you.” 
 
   That doesn’t foster relationships does it?
 
   Your Parents
 
   Your parents also can’t meet your need for acceptance and recognition. Well they should have when you were younger. And very often the reason you have a need for acceptance or recognition is because one or both parents failed. 
 
   But it is too late now. You are grown up and it is too late for them to meet that need. And if your mother didn’t accept you as a child it is not going to change as an adult. 
 
   You may be striving to have your father finally recognize you and acknowledge that you have accomplished something in life. Let it go. He cannot meet that need. 
 
   Your Spouse
 
   As for your relatives, well they are worse than your friends. 
 
   You think, “Well there is at least one person in this world who can meet my need for acceptance and recognition and that is my spouse.” 
 
   If you have that kind of need and you are depending on your spouse all the time to meet it, you could find yourself without a spouse. You could find your marriage coming to an end. It is one of the biggest ways to destroy a marriage relationship.
 
   Let God Meet Those Needs
 
   Here is the bottom line and something that you need to get firmly into your spirit and never forget it. 
 
   You must never need any person in this world. And you must never carry out any job or do any work in order to meet your need from people. You must never need anyone.
 
   There is only one person in this world that will ever accept you, recognize you and meet your need. He is the only one who is capable of it, and that is God Himself.
 
   Don’t ever look to man, because man will let you down. People will disappoint you. They will break their promises. They will fail to live up to what you expected of them until you get discouraged and demotivated. 
 
   There is only one thing that will keep you going, and that is your own sense of accomplishment. It is your own work, your own business and your own tasks. 
 
   And when you complete the tasks that you set for yourself, you have a sense of achievement and accomplishment. That alone will satisfy that deep hunger within you.
 
   So as you look at starting your own business or running your own ministry, don’t ever think that this is a way to get people to accept and recognize you. Don’t think, 
 
   “Hey this is wonderful. I will get to meet a lot of people. I will have lots of people around me and I will feel good about having them around me.”
 
   There is nothing wrong with social interaction, but social interaction is not usually so that you can get your needs met. It is so that you can pour out to others from your own resources. 
 
   When you do that, people will automatically respond back again. But when you become like a leech that wants to grab hold of people all the time, they will run away from you.
 
   Let Them Go
 
   If you are planning to start a business with that inner motivation, your business will fail. If you are planning to start a ministry with that inner drive, your ministry will fail. So let it go right now.
 
   I want you to sit down and think about every single person that you need. Think especially about those people who have the ability to demotivate you by not responding to you positively; by saying something negative to you. 
 
   You must come to the place where you let them go and you let that need go. You must give it to the Lord and then throw yourself into an activity, into a job or something in life that you can accomplish. Then at the end of the day you can sit back and say, 
 
   “It was hard work but I feel good. I accomplished everything that I set out to do.”
 
   If you can keep that as your motivator, nobody in this world will ever be able to demotivate you. So go out and give it a try today. 
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Chapter 08 – How to Develop New Ideas
 
   Many years ago I aspired to become a leader in the church. I was appointed as the leader of the young people’s division - the Youth Leader. 
 
   I thought this was awesome. I had wanted to go into ministry and to get some responsibility, and now I finally got this opportunity to be in charge of a whole group. 
 
   The great thing about it was that it was just the young people there. The old folks, the pastor and all the others weren’t there. They didn’t attend the youth meetings. 
 
   It was my show. I could do it the way I wanted to do it and could try and run it differently to the way they were running the church. Of course nobody really liked that. It was boring. I wanted youth meetings that were exciting. 
 
   I had been in youth meetings before, where the youth meeting was simply another church service with just young people there. It was even worse, because you had a bunch of people who were not preachers standing up and trying to preach. 
 
   Some of those meetings were awful. So I made up my mind that my youth meetings were going to be different and exciting.
 
   People Want Something New
 
   I started out with great zeal. I was very popular and all the young people loved my youth meetings. It was the first time I had ever really become a leader, and I realized that people continually want something new.
 
   You know curiosity is one of the most powerful forces in human nature. And curiosity is not only something that cats have. 
 
   There is that old expression, ‘Curiosity killed the cat.’ This is because a cat will go and fiddle with something he shouldn’t, even if it will kill him.
 
   But human beings are actually not much different. Our curiosity gets the better of us. We are always looking for something new; something that is different to what we are used to. 
 
   I found out with the young people that every week there had to be something new. It wasn’t good enough to say, 
 
   “Well our youth meetings are not going to be like the church meeting.” 
 
   Not only did they have to be different, but the youth meeting this week had to be different to what it was last week.
 
   Now you might get away once with having the same thing this week that you had last week. Last week’s was great fun and everybody enjoyed it. 
 
   They thought it was terrific. It was funny and different. We did things we don’t normally do. But this week it is not a surprise anymore. And it is not so much fun anymore. 
 
   Yes we laughed a bit last week, but you know it is just not so funny anymore. It is just not so exciting and different anymore. 
 
   Human nature is a strange thing. We all crave knowledge of something new - you included. So don’t just sit there all smug and say, 
 
   “Well I’m not like that.”
 
   New Music
 
   Yes you are. We all want to listen to the latest hit song. There is a new song that has been released and we all want to listen to it. 
 
   You say, “Have you heard the new song by so-and-so?” 
 
   Or, “Have you heard this new singer that is out?”
 
   It has a real appeal. It is something new. Everybody is listening to it and it is doing the rounds right now. 
 
   “You mean you haven’t heard the song yet? It is awesome.”
 
    
 
   New Movies
 
   We all like to go and see the latest movie. 
 
   You say, “So have you seen this movie yet?”
 
   “Oh I didn’t know it was out.”
 
   “Yeah they just released it in the shops. The DVD is available. You should go and get it. It is available right now in the video rental. 
 
   “We want to go and watch it. We have heard so much about it. We’ve seen the previews. It is exciting. We have never seen this movie before.”
 
   We want something new.
 
   You want to go and listen to the latest good sermon. Well that doesn’t happen very often, but there are some people that are sermon junkies. And there are some very good preachers who preach some good stuff.
 
   New Books
 
   We all want to read the latest good book; the brand new release by a famous author. It is splashed all over the Internet and on the billboards. The bookshops have posters up about the new release by this famous author.
 
   You say, “Have you read it yet?”
 
   “No I haven’t. I want to go and get a copy right away.”
 
   We find time to read it. We are excited. We want something new all the time. 
 
   Now here is the bad news in business. You cannot survive in business without people. This might sound like a total contradiction to what I said yesterday. I said you must never need anybody in the world and never be dependent on people.
 
   Yes, you as an individual must never be dependent on people. But if you want to run a business or a ministry organization; if you want to succeed in business, you need people. 
 
    
 
   Give People What They Desire
 
   Without people you cannot survive. And if you want to survive and keep those people happy, you must give them what they desire.
 
   What do most people desire?
 
   Well there could be a whole list of things. But here is one they all desire and I have just given it to you. They want something new; something different.
 
   You have some analyticals who like old established principles, and they don’t like something that is so new. They like something that has been given before that they are comfortable with, but I am not speaking about that. 
 
   I am speaking about the excitement and the curiosity. And even somebody who is very analytical in their thinking has a curiosity to learn more and to absorb more. Their brains are like sponges. 
 
   Just look at the number of books that are published each month. People are buying these books and reading them, and businesses are making money out of selling these books. 
 
   If you know how little money actually gets made out of selling a book, you will realize how many books have to be sold for booksellers to become wealthy. 
 
   The mind craves knowledge. The soul craves emotional expression. And we as human beings crave social involvement and entertainment. 
 
   The entertainment industry is one of the biggest industries in the world. These people are continually putting out new music, new movies, new books, new materials and new products.
 
   Thank the Lord that people love something new, because it gives us an opportunity to come up with new and innovative ideas; with new products that have never been made before.
 
   There is Nothing New
 
   Now here is the mistake that most people make when they think about business. You have probably looked at business and thought, 
 
   “I would really like to go into business, but what do I do? What do I make? What do I sell or present to the public?”
 
   Something new will always sell. How do we get something new?
 
   According to Solomon there is really nothing new. Paul found the same thing. He found that people always wanted something new. 
 
   We read in the book of Acts where the Apostle Paul came to Athens. It says in Acts 17:19:
 
   They took him and brought him the Areopagus, saying, We would like to know about this new teaching that you speak of. Because you bring certain strange things to our ears and so we want to know what these things mean. 
 
   And it says in verse 21:
 
   The Athenians and the strangers that were there, they spent their time in nothing else but either telling or hearing some new thing. 
 
   Paul had a chance to stand up there on Mars Hill in front of this big crowd and to preach his doctrine. 
 
   Well he had to preach it a bit differently. He had to try and appeal to their intellectual thinking, but it was new all right. They had never heard this one before. He really got them stirred up. 
 
   He got them thinking - until the next speaker stood up with something else that was new. There is nothing new under the sun, but it may seem new right now.
 
   Have you ever pulled out an old book that you bought years ago? Or have you ever pulled out an old movie that you watched a long time ago? 
 
   When you watch it again you find that you don’t remember much of what was in it. It is like watching it afresh all over again.
 
   Fashion Cycles
 
   Have you ever noticed that the fashions of this world go through cycles?
 
   When I was a young teenager there were certain types of clothing that were very popular. The granny print shirts with the flowers on were very popular. Well I haven’t seen that one come back yet, but one of these days watch it. I’m sure you will see it. 
 
   There are the bell bottom trousers that flare out at the bottom. They have come and gone a few times. 
 
   They are different fashions. Just watch it and you will see it. Each generation goes through these cycles. When you start seeing people wearing the stuff that your granny used to wear, you might say, 
 
   “Ooh, that looks like my granny.” 
 
   The younger generation doesn’t think so. To them it’s new, it’s hip, and it’s the latest. Everybody wants to do it. It is human nature.
 
   Yes especially for Christians it’s not a good thing to get caught in the systems of this world. But you know there is fashion in the church too. 
 
   There are certain kinds of preachers that we like. There are certain kinds of churches that we like. And there are certain ways of doing things that we like. 
 
   Then somebody comes up with something new. And if they are a strong enough leader they will get everybody stirred up to follow that new thing. 
 
   Are you going to be one of the old ones who will get left by the way, because everybody will be saying?
 
   “Been there, done that. I’ve seen that. There’s nothing new there.” 
 
   Or are you going to be innovative and come up with something new? How are you going to do this and come up with new ideas?
 
   Get Revelation
 
   The key word begins is the word revelation. You need revelation to come up with some new things.
 
   You say, “Well I’m not really a prophet. I’m an entrepreneur.”
 
   Yes but if you want to succeed as an entrepreneur you will need revelation. 
 
   Where does revelation come from? I don’t have time to discuss that here, but we will look at it again some more.
 
   Right now I want you to sit down and think, 
 
   “If I were to start a business or start my own ministry, how can I present something that is fresh, original and different to the people?”
 
   If you can come up with that you will find that you will succeed and grow very quickly.
 
   So why don’t you go and meditate on that for the rest of today. Then tomorrow we will start to look more at the subject and consider how to get revelation.  
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Chapter 09 – How to Get Revelation for Business
 
   What is hidden belongs to the Lord, but what is revealed belongs to us and to our children forever. 
 
   These are words taken from Moses in Deuteronomy 29:29.
 
   We ended last time by looking at ideas, and I spoke about the subject of revelation. I said that we would look further at revelation and so I am going to do that today.
 
   What is an idea?
 
   An idea is something original that you did not think about before. It is a revelation; a manifestation of what was hidden. And according to this Scripture, once what is hidden is revealed to us, it belongs to us, to our children and to future generations forever and ever.
 
   Once an idea is manifested in this world, it is here to stay. It is here for keeps and for us to use over and over again. The big question of course is, 
 
   “Where does an idea come from?”
 
   Not from Your Mind
 
   If you have read the previous days readings, by now you should be getting the idea that most of what we have that helps us to succeed in life doesn’t come from our minds. 
 
   If it did then the successful people of this world would be those that have been studying at University. They would be the ones who have all their degrees and doctorates.
 
   In fact even today if you consider those who are the wealthiest and most successful entrepreneurs, almost without exception they usually failed at school or gave up the educational system.
 
   You see revelation doesn’t come from your mind, and good ideas don’t originate from your mind. 
 
   Everybody seems to think that the mind has the power, and out there they are teaching that the power is in your mind. You have this movie called ‘The Secret’, which says that your key to success is what you think about. 
 
   Yes what you think about is very important. I have covered some of that already, because what you think about can change what you feel. What you think about can change some of your core desires. 
 
   Revelation Comes From the Spirit
 
   But revelation and new ideas don’t come from the mind. They originate from the human spirit, because only man can create.
 
   Let me say that again:
 
   Only man can create. 
 
   When I say man I am referring to mankind. These days you have to be careful when you say ‘man’, because the women get offended. When I say man I am speaking about humanity. Only men and women can create.
 
   Paul mentioned something about this too. In 1 Corinthians 2:11 he said:
 
   For which person knows all that is in man, apart from the human spirit that is inside every one? 
 
   The human spirit inside each one of us is what gives us the revelation concerning everything we need to know about humanity and mankind. 
 
   God the Ultimate Creator
 
   Now God is the ultimate originator of all ideas. He is the ultimate creator. He produced everything. When God made man He did it because He got an idea.
 
   You read it there in Genesis. It says:
 
   And God said, Let us make man in our image.
 
   It is as though God was having a chat one day with all the angels, and suddenly He came up with this brilliant idea. 
 
   “I know what, why don’t we make man? Don’t you think that’s a great idea? Let’s do it.”
 
   You see God was the one who originated this whole way of doing things; of getting a brilliant idea and then going out and making your idea come into manifestation. 
 
   Now ideas do not come from concentration. Like I said, they don’t come from the mind. Ideas come from tapping into your spirit. I want to give you some ideas of how you can do that.
 
   Tapping into Your Spirit
 
   Firstly, you need to have something in your mind, but deeper than your mind. 
 
   All the psychologists and self-help people out there teach you about this hidden part of the mind which they call the subconscious mind. But the truth of the matter actually is that the subconscious mind is closer to what the Bible calls the human spirit.
 
   It is the part inside of us that guides us and controls us. It is the part inside that actually gives you the ideas and the revelation.
 
   Feed Your Mind
 
   Now you can feed this by whatever you put into your mind. And as you keep it in your mind it will begin to sink deep down into your spirit.
 
   So you need to feed information inwards which you can do in two ways. The one way is to fill your mind with pictures. The other is to speak words, because words tend to produce pictures.
 
   While you are speaking you are thinking and there are pictures being formed in your mind. What you speak about all the time and the pictures that are in your mind, sink deep down and color what your spirit produces. 
 
   Now a basic principle of teaching is this: You can only learn the unknown (something you don’t know yet) from what you already know. So you learn the unknown from the known. 
 
   Here is the key to revelation. Revelation is always based on what you know. This is because revelation comes up into your mind out of your spirit in picture form. An idea comes up out of your spirit into your mind in the form of an idea, a concept or a picture.
 
   Understanding Your Pictures
 
   You see you don’t think words. You can feed words in and you can draw words out of your spirit. But when your spirit speaks to you, it speaks in pictures. And when a picture comes to your mind, if you cannot recognize that picture you won’t understand it. 
 
   Maybe you saw a picture in your mind of a candle burning down. Now if you have never seen a candle before you wouldn’t know what that picture meant would you? If you had never seen a candle burn out and come to the end it would mean nothing to you.
 
   But through your life you have had experience of lighting candles and of seeing candles burn low. And so in your mind you have a knowledge of candles; of running out of wax and burning down. 
 
   Now this picture comes into your mind and you see a candle that is burning low. You see now you can get a revelation. 
 
   Your spirit is saying something to you about a candle burning low, and usually what your spirit says is allegorical. It is not speaking about a real candle. 
 
   Your spirit may be saying to you that your power is low. You are feeling exhausted and are running out of energy. You are running out of ideas. It can mean a host of different things. 
 
   But what you know about that picture gives you the opportunity now to think of something new. That picture sparks off a new idea in you. It brings a revelation.
 
   Start Learning
 
   So if you want to get good revelation the first thing you need to do is to put something down there. 
 
   If you want to get revelation about business, how much have you learned about business? How much have you read about business? And how much have you observed, watched or asked people questions?
 
   If you know nothing about business, your spirit cannot give you much revelation about it. If you know nothing about ministry, your spirit cannot give you much revelation about ministry. 
 
   Yes the pictures could come up but they wouldn’t make sense to you. You wouldn’t understand them. You would have to get somebody else to explain them to you.
 
   Dreams Can Speak to You
 
   Very often people need this because they are ignorant. They are running around asking someone to interpret their dreams because they are ignorant. 
 
   Your dreams actually are one of the best sources of revelation. That is another subject altogether and I am not going to get into this right now, but your dreams are your spirit speaking. 
 
   If you have knowledge you will understand that your dreams are giving you pictures based on what you already know, and you can get revelation. You can dream up new ideas. You could wake up having dreamed of a brand new business idea. 
 
   You could get it that way but you don’t have to be asleep. You could actually just close your eyes and let the pictures come up into your mind. You can get revelation that way, but it is not going to come from concentration.
 
   Using Words and Actions
 
   How do you tap into your spirit?
 
   Anybody who knows my teachings knows that there are only two ways to tap into your spirit. It is through words and actions. While you are talking, ideas pop up into your mind.
 
   Haven’t you noticed that you are busy having an ordinary conversation with somebody. Then right in the middle of the conversation while you are busy talking, suddenly something jumps into your mind. 
 
   You think, “Hang on, why don’t we try that?”
 
   Sometimes you can let your mind rest and just do something else. You may be a housewife and you are busy working in the kitchen making lunch. While you are busy with that, your mind is in neutral and suddenly an idea pops into your mind. 
 
   You think, “Why don’t I try and cook this food in a different way?” 
 
   “Why don’t I try adding a different spice or a sauce or something like that? I have never thought about that. I’ve never tried it before. Let’s give it a try.”
 
   Ideas come out of your mind. Why? Because you were busy doing something but your mind was at rest. Your spirit was free to pop up and put some ideas into your mind.
 
   And so as you learn to relax your mind, you actually give your spirit the freedom to rise up, to give you revelation and bring you new ideas. 
 
   Brainstorming
 
   One of the most common ways of getting new ideas is a principle that has come to be known as brainstorming. Have you ever heard of brainstorming? A lot has been written about it. In fact whole books have been written about it. 
 
   Brainstorming is when you get a group of people together and you begin to discuss different ideas and plans. So you say, 
 
   “Okay we want to increase our cash flow in the business. How should we do it?”
 
   One person says, “Well why don’t we try this?”
 
   Another person says, “Why don’t we do that?” 
 
   Each person gives their ideas, and right in the middle of it as you are sharing ideas, suddenly somebody says, 
 
   “Hang on why, don’t we do that?” 
 
   Everybody says, “That’s a brilliant idea. Why didn’t I think of that?”
 
   Well how did it come? It didn’t actually come by storming the brain or by heavy concentration. It actually came by words. 
 
   While you were speaking and sharing, and while each person was speaking and you were hearing their words, your spirit became stimulated. And in the middle of it something popped out of your spirit and into your mind. 
 
   The Key is Relaxing
 
   You see you cannot by an act of your will sit down and concentrate until you get ideas. When do your best ideas come? They usually come when you are doing something that doesn’t require thinking. 
 
   Now if you are like me you might get ideas in the strangest of places, like while you are in the bathroom. Your mind is in neutral and you are not really concentrating on anything.
 
   It can be while you are lying in bed at night before you go to sleep. It can be while you are chilling out listening to music, or just staring into space and letting your mind roam and do what it wants to do.
 
   It doesn’t take concentration. It takes actually relaxing your mind and quieting the thoughts in your mind so your spirit can speak. 
 
   Write the Ideas Down
 
   What do you do when you get an idea? Write it down because ideas are fleeting. They disappear as quickly as they come.
 
   You should have a pen and paper, a PDA or something next to you at night when you go to bed. Because usually as you lie down to go to sleep, before you drift off as your mind is relaxed and you are just letting your thoughts flow, some great ideas might pop up out of your spirit.
 
   You think, “That is a brilliant idea. I must remember to try that tomorrow.”
 
   Tomorrow you get up and you think, 
 
   “I had a brilliant idea last night. What was it again?”
 
   You don’t remember. You remember vaguely but the pictures aren’t there anymore. 
 
   Write down those good ideas and I am going to show you tomorrow what you can do with those ideas.
 
   For now, why don’t you just learn to tap into your spirit and get revelation? Get some new ideas and make yourself up a book of ideas. 
 
   I don’t want you to actually try and put those ideas into practice yet.  I will show you tomorrow how to do that. 
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Chapter 10 – Finding the Right Timing for Ideas
 
   It has been a great week hasn’t it? And I have had some brilliant ideas come to me in these last few days. I hope that yesterday I sparked you off a little bit to get some new ideas as well.
 
   Okay I am assuming that you have had at least one good idea. Now the question is, 
 
   “Should you put that idea into practice right away or not?”
 
   No not necessarily. If you put it into practice right away you might fail. 
 
   The Perfect Time
 
   You see there is an appointed time for every good idea. How do I know that? Because the wisest man Solomon said this in Ecclesiastes 3:1: 
 
   Everything has an appointed time, and there is time to fulfill every desire under heaven. 
 
   I love that verse. I love especially the AMI translation, which is a whole lot better than the way that verse is normally quoted. If you are too hasty you could lose the opportunity that your idea will create. 
 
   Solomon told us something else in Proverbs 21:5. He said: 
 
   The ideas of the diligent result in prosperity, but those who are hasty end up in poverty.
 
   You see there is a moment in time when an idea is released that will bring forth fruit and will bring forth success. 
 
   Now somebody made this statement a long time ago. It is actually quite a famous statement and I haven’t a clue who said it. They said, 
 
   “Nothing is more powerful than an idea whose time has come.”
 
   Whoever said that must have known this verse in Proverbs. It said that there is an appointed time; a specific time for every idea. And there is nothing more powerful in this world than an idea whose time has come. 
 
   Success or Failure
 
   I would like to add my own touch to that. You know I don’t mind quoting other people’s ideas, but I like to change them and make my own quotations. 
 
   You see I like to be original, because I get revelation from my spirit and I get new ideas. So here is my version of this famous saying.
 
   Success is an idea whose time has come. But failure is an idea whose time has not yet come.
 
   You see all ideas are good ideas. In fact even the ideas that somebody else thought of are good. All ideas are good ideas because they are original. They are created out of spirit. But there is an appointed time for each and every one.
 
   So if you rush in and you don’t wait for the right time, it is not the idea that was bad. It is the timing that was wrong. 
 
   If you try and follow through an idea and the time is not right, that idea will fail. Though it may have been a brilliant idea, it will fail because it is not the right time for it.
 
   Now here is the mistake we often make. We think, 
 
   “Life is short and I am running out of time. I am just not going to have enough time to fulfill all the ideas and brilliant plans that I have.”
 
   Well you know Solomon told us something very different. Let me remind you again what he said in Ecclesiastes 3. He said:
 
   There is time to fulfill every desire under heaven.
 
   There is more than enough time to fulfill every desire and every plan that you will ever have. 
 
   So here are two very important qualities, revelations and brilliant ideas. Without these brilliant new ideas concerning business or ministry you will never succeed in either realm. In fact there is nothing in this life that is more powerful than ideas.
 
   The other factor is timing. When these two come together they produce an explosion. They produce and release a mighty power. 
 
   That is what resulted in the original statement, that there is little as powerful in this world as an idea whose time has come. 
 
   That is why I said to you yesterday that when you get an idea you must write it down. Meditate on it and think about it. But don’t get all impulsive and emotive and go out and try and conquer the world with your new idea. Wait until the time is right. 
 
   When the Time is Right
 
   How are you going to know when the time is right?
 
   Well you will get some extra revelation on that, but you just need to keep your eyes open. You see when it comes to business there is an exact time to release a product. 
 
   Somebody wrote a famous book on this called ‘The Tipping Point’. The idea is that there comes a time in the market when the tipping takes place. The scales will swing in your favor and you need to recognize that time. You need to watch for it carefully.
 
   To do that you must know what is going on round about you. You need to be very observant and know the signs of the times by looking at the market place.
 
   You need to look at the economic and political situation in your country. Look at the state of the church, the people round about you and their needs. 
 
   You need to examine the whole set of circumstances that exist around you right now and make sure that your brilliant idea is going to work. Make sure that people out there are waiting anxiously for you to unleash on the world this great new project or plan that you have.
 
   If you rush into it and you don’t wait, you are going to come up with this brilliant idea that people are not ready for yet. Nobody will be interested in it. Your idea is ahead of its time and will fail. And if you try and do it a little later on, people will say, 
 
   “We tried that and it didn’t work.” 
 
   Has that ever happened to you? 
 
   “Been there, done that.” 
 
   Do you know that expression? 
 
   You say, “We tried that but it didn’t work.”
 
   A Time for Revelation
 
   In the early days of Apostolic Movement we tried many things and we had some wonderful ideas. We had the idea to beat all ideas. We were going to conquer the world for the Lord.
 
   We had revelation of what God wanted to do in the Body of Christ and we just couldn’t wait to share these brilliant ideas with the people out there. But most of them weren’t ready for it, and sometimes God just told us to close it down. There is a right time for it. 
 
   In the book of Revelation John was told by the Lord, 
 
   “Seal up the books until the time. It is not time yet. “
 
   There is a time for revelation. There is a time to take your ideas and reveal them to the world. But until then don’t lose that idea. Write it down. Keep it in the back of your mind, on the back burner as we say. 
 
   It is a very good idea, but you must wait until the time is right. Then when you release that idea, launch that new product or open that new business and the time is right, success will come. 
 
   Because you see success comes when the time is right. Success is an idea whose time has come.  If you can learn to wait for the time and release your ideas you will always succeed.
 
   Why don’t you go out and try that and write down some of your ideas this weekend. Discuss them and share them with people. As you begin to share things together you will get a lot more ideas.
 
   Let those ideas come up. Write them down and think about them. Then do some research and look at the circumstances. 
 
   Say, “Okay the market is ready now for this idea. Let’s launch it.”
 
   Or, “No this is a brilliant idea, but there are not enough people interested in it. The time is not right. Let’s just put it into abeyance; keep it on the back burner for a while. Later on it will be time.” 
 
   You will always have new ideas and there will always be time. Don’t worry about it. Don’t think that your idea is dead and will never happen. 
 
   Your idea will come to fruition and you will know that the time is right. Then you will step forward, and that is when people will say, 
 
   “Wow you seem to be an overnight success.”
 
   But you got that idea 10 years ago already. It has been burning in you for that whole time, but now is the time for the manifestation. 
 
   While other people are trying to come up with new ideas, you have already thought it out, planned it out, and laid out everything that you need and you launch it. And you are instantly an overnight success.
 
   I don’t know about, you but that is the way I want to be.
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Chapter 11 – Using Love to Influence Others
 
   Welcome once again to another wonderful week. I hope you had a great weekend and that you had some good experiences with people.
 
   You know people can sometimes be our biggest hindrance. We saw last week on the subject of motivation how people can demotivate you. We also saw that the key is not to necessarily stay motivated, but to stop people from demotivating you.
 
   Don’t Be a Loner
 
   You may want to just try to live your life without other people and think that the key to success is just to be a loner; to do it your way. That way you don’t have to spend time explaining to other people and making up for their mistakes and errors. Just get in there and do the job. 
 
   If that is the way you have been doing it then you have a recipe for failure. Unfortunately you cannot succeed without those horrible people that demotivate you all the time.
 
   Solomon said it very simply and clearly in Proverbs 18:1:
 
   A man who keeps to himself and seeks only his own desires, goes against all possibilities of success. 
 
   You cannot succeed if you keep to yourself. You cannot succeed in this world if you are always trying to fulfill only your own desires. 
 
   Learn to Influence People
 
   Unfortunately the world is only interested in one thing: fulfilling their own desires. So for you to succeed you are going to have to step back. And instead of trying to fulfill your own desires, you must learn to fulfill the desires of other people. 
 
   You need to know how to handle people, because if you don’t know how to handle people you cannot succeed. Whether you are working in ministry or in business, or whatever you do in this world, you cannot succeed without other people.
 
   Since we are stuck with other people and we can’t succeed all by ourselves, you should be learning how to handle people. If you can learn how to do this effectively, then you will have a good chance of succeeding in whatever you set your hand to.
 
   You see you need to learn how to influence people.
 
   There was a very good book written a long time ago by a man by the name of Dale Carnegie. I am sure you have heard of him. He wrote a famous book called ‘How to Win Friends and Influence People’. It’s a very interesting book. 
 
   If you have never read it I suggest you order it. It is cheap. You can get it from Amazon.com for only a few dollars and you will find it very inspiring. 
 
   It will really stir you up, open your eyes and make you realize how simple it really is to win people over and to get friends; how to influence people to your way of thinking and to get them to do what you want them to do.
 
   The Key is Love
 
   The key to Dale Carnegie’s entire teaching is a very simple principle that the Bible calls love. Love is all it takes. You see the key to influencing other people is quite simply love. It’s the kind of love the Bible calls ‘agape’ love. 
 
   You can go and read 1 Corinthians 13 and look at all the different aspects of love. It has been preached through the years, and probably nobody has ever really picked it up or applied it. 
 
   So I am going to give you three basic principles of love that you can begin to apply right away. If you can do these you will begin to influence people. And if you can influence people you will succeed in what you are doing.
 
    
 
   Love Gives
 
   Firstly love always gives. In fact it is in the very nature of love to give. Love doesn’t take. It always gives. The Bible is full of this. 
 
   For God so loved the world that He gave. 
 
   So your first step in influencing other people, building bridges to them and getting them to do what you want them to do, is to give them something. 
 
   Give them what? Well give them the thing that you are for the moment letting go of. Give them what they desire. Let go of your own desire for a while and give them what they desire. 
 
   If you continue to give other people what they desire, it will be just a matter of time and they will begin to say, 
 
   “You have given me so much. Is there anything you want? What can I do for you? Can I give you something?”
 
   You see love automatically responds with love. And if you continually give to others and impart to them, the time will come when they will feel that they should start giving back to you again. That is when your desires are going to be fulfilled. 
 
   Loves Puts Others First
 
   The second principle follows on from the first one. Love always puts others first. In other words if there is a choice between what you want and what they want, you let them make their choice first. You put your own needs aside for the moment and consider the needs of other people first. 
 
   This is the only way to succeed in both ministry and business. It is the only way to succeed in anything that you do in this life that involves other people. Let’s face it, there is very little that you can do in this life that doesn’t involve other people.
 
   Love Perseveres
 
   The third and most important quality of love is that love perseveres. Love doesn’t give up. It doesn’t get all angry and throw in the towel. 
 
   It doesn’t say, 
 
   “I’m tired of giving and giving and never getting anything back.”
 
   You see the moment you do that you lose, because you didn’t flow in love in the first place did you? You were giving to people so you could get back from them again. You were giving to them with an ulterior motive.
 
   But that is not the kind of love I am talking about. I am talking about sacrificial love; love that gives in order to be a blessing to others. 
 
   You say, “But if I did that in business I would go bankrupt. If I was to give away all my products instead of selling them, how could I do business?”
 
   I didn’t say give away all your products, but you could give away some of them. 
 
   It is a proven fact that if you will freely give many things, people will eventually come to you and ask you what you have to sell them. They will virtually ask you to sell them something, because you have given them so much and they feel they can trust you.
 
   The world doesn’t understand true love. You won’t find it out there. 
 
   So if you want to stand out and be noticed above everybody else; if you want to have people talking about you more than anybody else, and if you want your business to be noticed more than any other business, here is the simple little rule: Learn to love.
 
   I will share more with you again tomorrow.
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Chapter 12 – Tapping into Supernatural Wisdom
 
   Don’t you sometimes feel like a little ant? As you look at the world out there, you see the number of businesses and ministries and all the big names, and sometimes you wonder how you could ever compete.
 
   How could little old you from nowhere somehow come into the limelight and be noticed? 
 
   How can you get people to notice you? What does it take for you to become famous or to develop a name in the marketplace?
 
   The world has what it says you should have, but I don’t agree with that and I will show you why. 
 
   Not About the Physical
 
   You see it is not about your looks, although the world seems to think that it counts a lot don’t they? People spend a lot of money and effort on their physical appearance and on trying to look good so that the world will accept them. 
 
   Yes it is very important to look successful. I have dealt with this in some detail in my series on the Seven Pillars of Business. But there is a limit to what you can change about the way you look.
 
   Unfortunately for most of us, what you see is what you get. That is the way we were born and how we have developed. It is the kind of bodies we have and our appearance. 
 
   You can do a lot to fix it up, but that is as far as you can go. So looks have a limited importance, but they are not the major thing.
 
   The successful people in this world are not necessarily the best looking people. I know you have the beautiful people out there that everybody thinks are great, but sooner or later people find out that they are only skin deep.
 
    
 
    
 
   Not About Your Background
 
   It is not about your background either. Again the world seems to think that this is important. 
 
   They say, “It’s where you come from and who you know that counts. Which college did you graduate from? This is very important. 
 
   “Which country did you come from? What is your nationality and your family heritage?”
 
   People seem to think that all of these things are what make you a success in life. And yes it is true. People who have these things find it a lot easier to succeed. But that doesn’t mean that you must have them to succeed. 
 
   You see people try to make the right contacts so they can get recognition and acceptance. But if you think about it, it violates the whole concept of love that I spoke about yesterday. 
 
   Your whole orientation is to try to perform for people and to win them so that they will accept you. You should be accepting and recognizing others instead. 
 
   So when you have this outflow of other orientation in love, you are always meeting other people’s needs. And that is the person who rises up and is recognized, not the person who is looking to get it for themselves. 
 
   Abilities Don’t Count
 
   It is not about your abilities. Yes your abilities might get people to notice you. You might have great talents, but the world is full of talented failures.
 
   There is talent out there that has never been touched. There are musicians and singers out there that are highly skilled, but you will never know about them. They will never rise up or make a famous recording. 
 
   There are actors and actresses out there that are superb in what they can do, but you will never ever hear about them.
 
    
 
   Tapping into Wisdom
 
   So it is not about your abilities. What makes the difference? What makes one person stand out from the others? 
 
   What makes a person stand out is how capable they are of receiving from their spirits within. We have looked at this plenty already about tapping into the wisdom of your spirit.
 
   I want to share a little example from Scripture which shows exactly how this works. 
 
   In the book of Daniel the king had captured all of the Israelites and made them into slaves. He took three boys and he was going to train them up so that he could use them as his advisors. 
 
   So we have the three Hebrew children - the ones who were thrown in the fire afterwards. The king gave them special food to eat. And they had to be trained and given the best, so that they could rise up and look good and be intelligent. In other words he tried to get them to develop all of these qualities that we seem to think are so important. 
 
   Daniel and his three friends went to the guy who was in charge and said, 
 
   “We are not going to eat this stuff. Just give us ordinary water and vegetables. Just give us ordinary food and we will be fine.”
 
   The person who was in charge said, 
 
   “Okay I will give it a try, but you are going to get me into trouble if you don’t shape up.”
 
   It says in Daniel 1:17:
 
   As for these four children, God gave them knowledge and skill in all learning and wisdom: and Daniel had understanding in all visions and dreams. 
 
   Who gave it to them? God gave it to them. 
 
   How does God give you anything? He gives it to you through your spirit, because your spirit is the only part that can communicate with God. 
 
   And it says in verse 19:
 
   And the king visited with them; and among them all there was found none like Daniel, Hananiah, Mishael, and Azariah: therefore they stood before the king. 
 
   What was it that made these four men rise up to one of the highest places in the kingdom, to where the king himself was looking to them for direction and advice?
 
   Was it their good looks? Well considering they were a foreign nation and they were Jewish, probably their looks weren’t too good compared to the people of that nation. 
 
   You know somehow foreigners don’t look the same and beauty is often in the eye of the beholder. You tend to see somebody as attractive or handsome, only if they are part of your own culture and race.
 
   What about their background? They were slaves. There was no background to brag about there. What about their abilities? They didn’t have any abilities yet. 
 
   What was it that made these men stand out? God gave them knowledge and skills in all learning and wisdom. 
 
   Now I have good news for you if you don’t have the good looks, the right background, or so many wonderful natural abilities. 
 
   I also have good news for you if you don’t have all the right contacts. You have in your spirit a tool; an ability that will cause you to rise up and be noticed in this world. 
 
   The Still Small Voice
 
   You can be noticed. To do that all you need to do is refuse what this world has to offer, and tap instead into what is in your spirit. You need to listen to that deep, inner small voice of God within you.
 
   If you learn to listen to that voice; if you learn to quiet your mind and tap into the wisdom that is within you, ideas will pop up out of your spirit of things you never ever thought of. 
 
   Abilities will rise up within you that you didn’t know you had, and sooner or later people will start to notice. They will say, 
 
   “There is something different about you. You seem to have it together. You just seem to be more in control. 
 
   “Somehow when you face a problem you don’t go to pieces. You work your way through it. You always seem to know what to do.”
 
   How can you come to that place? You can do it by spending time communing with your spirit; by spending time listening to the Lord’s voice within and developing that inner wisdom. 
 
   Time to Rise Up
 
   If you do that you can rise up just as the four Hebrew children did. You can be noticed by kings. You can be noticed by presidents and people in high places, because you will stand out above the rest. 
 
   You will be different. You will have more than other people have.
 
   If you are a child of God you already have more than most of the world has. Why don’t you take that heritage that you have, instead of being ashamed of it all the time?
 
   Don’t be ashamed to stand up in the sight of the world and say, 
 
   “I’m a Christian,” as though that is a disadvantage. 
 
   Instead you should realize that you have something that they don’t have. 
 
   That very thing that you are neglecting will cause you to rise up and be noticed; to become famous and to cause your business to flourish. 
 
   It will cause you to become noticed in this world, and many people will be affected and influenced by it. All you need to learn to do is to tap into your spirit. 
 
   Take what God has given you and pour it forth. It will just be a matter of time and people will begin to notice you. You won’t be hidden away anymore. Then you will have more work and more opportunities than you can handle. 
 
   I don’t know about you, but I would like to have that kind of problem, where there are more things for me to do than I can handle. 
 
   I can handle that. That is the way I want to be in business and also the way I want to be in ministry. I hope you want to be the same. 
 
   We are going to speak about it more as we continue for the rest of this week.
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Chapter 13 – Learning How to Journal for Business
 
   I would like to share today on the importance of tapping into the well of wisdom.
 
   We have been speaking a lot lately about tapping into your spirit which is where the source of wisdom comes from. I have been sharing various ways that you can tap into that wisdom.
 
   Today I want to look at a specific way of tapping into that wisdom by the process known as journaling. 
 
   Now journaling has come to mean a lot of different things. When you hear that term you may think of something completely different to what I am sharing right now. But I think everybody understands that journaling involves writing something down. 
 
   Wisdom is tapped from your spirit, and we saw that you draw it out mostly with words. In the midst of your conversation you will find new ideas jumping out. 
 
   It is wonderful when you are relaxing. Perhaps you are lying in bed just letting your mind go. Or you are busy with something and your mind is in neutral. It is wonderful when something new just pops into your mind and you say, 
 
   “Oh wow, I just got a brilliant idea.”
 
   But how do you make it happen on purpose? Have you ever sat down and tried to get new ideas and found that your mind just seizes up and it just doesn’t want to work? 
 
   Well one of the ways that we saw you can do it is that idea of brainstorming. This is where you get a lot of people to talk and share their ideas. And in the middle of conversation ideas pop up.
 
   But you know it can be inconvenient if you are in need of some new ideas; when you have to find a group of people that you can get together and make time for a brainstorming session.
 
   It is not always possible to organize this and you don’t always have the time or the people to do that. So what you need is a way of tapping into that wisdom all by yourself.
 
   Well if it comes out with words, then probably the best way to do it if you can’t have anybody else there is to talk to yourself. 
 
   They say it is the first sign of madness but it is not really true. Talking to yourself actually is one of the most powerful ways of tapping into the wisdom of your spirit on purpose. 
 
   How do you do this? Again you can’t sit and hold conversations by yourself and say,
 
   “Hi Bill, how are you doing today?” 
 
   “I’m doing great Bill and you?” 
 
   You would sound like you were mad. 
 
   How to Journal
 
   How then do you talk to yourself? Well this is where journaling comes into its own. You see journaling is writing things down. And writing is actually just like speech. 
 
   In fact writing links with the speech center of the brain in the same way that speaking does. Neurosurgeons have proved that the speech center of the brain is linked to your entire nervous system.
 
   Now you can’t read or write and talk at the same time. I challenge you to give it a try. Sit down and write, and while you are writing one thing try and say something else. You just can’t do it. 
 
   Yes you could write and then read what you had just written. Or you may even be able to say each word as you write it. But you cannot write and read at the same time. And you can’t listen to someone else speaking while you are reading or writing. 
 
   Don’t you find this so annoying? You are sitting reading a book. You are really enjoying it and somebody comes and starts holding a conversation with you. 
 
   You have to make a choice. You can just carry on reading and ignore them, then after a while you say, 
 
   “Did you say something?” 
 
   Or you have to stop reading to listen to what the person is saying.
 
   You see words can only go one way at a time. And the speech center of the brain can only operate in one channel at a time. So you can’t write and speak at the same time.
 
   Writing is therefore a very powerful way of tapping into your spirit, because we saw that words are a very powerful way of tapping into your spirit.
 
   Writing the Pictures of Your Mind
 
   Now as you sit and write, pictures will start to come into your mind. This is because your mind can only understand the language of the five senses. 
 
   You can only think something that you see, hear, smell, taste or touch. In your mind you visualize a picture or you hear a sound. In your mind you think, 
 
   “I can just smell it.” 
 
   In your mind you can feel and you can taste. These are the only senses that your mind is able to embrace.
 
   So if anything is going to come into your mind, it is going to come into it via the five senses. The words that you use to describe those sensory inputs are controlled by your spirit. 
 
   You never premeditate the words that you are going to speak. Your mind sees a picture and you express what you received with words.
 
   We do that all the time when we are speaking. That is why words are so powerful to tap into our spirits. And when you are writing you are actually doing the exact same thing.
 
   The wonderful thing about writing is it allows you to talk to yourself without people thinking you are weird. Nobody will ever come to you while you are writing and say, 
 
   “Oh boy, sitting writing to yourself - that’s the first sign of madness.”
 
   You see people don’t condemn writing, but if you are talking to yourself you are going to get some strange looks. If you want to do that, you had better get all alone somewhere where nobody can see or hear you.
 
   That is the wonderful thing about writing. You can do it with people all around you and nobody will even hear a word. But you can be expressing all the words and all the thoughts through your speech center by writing.
 
   The key to becoming a successful writer is to allow the pictures and senses to come up into your mind and to express those impressions in words. 
 
   I am going to be looking in a lot of detail in the future on the subject of writing. I have in fact already started a full writing course for those who have a talent or desire to do writing. 
 
   So I am not going to go into that in lot of detail right now. But I want you to just consider a little passage from Proverbs. Solomon is my source for most of these daily motivations, and when I run out of some of Solomon’s ideas, every now and then I will put in some other ideas as well as my own.
 
   Here is a great little passage which describes this process of sitting down, and on purpose tapping into the wisdom in your spirit.
 
   Solomon said in Proverbs 8:34:
 
   Happy is the man that continually listens to me.
 
   He is speaking about wisdom here. Wisdom says:
 
   Happy is the man that continually listens to me, standing alert continually at my gates, waiting at the posts of my doors.
 
   He is continually listening, standing and waiting for something to come forth.
 
    
 
    
 
   Let it Out
 
   You can begin to tap into that wisdom in your spirit right now on a daily basis through writing. Start by sitting down and write down the first thing that comes into your mind. 
 
   You know writers have a common problem they call writer’s block. Writer’s block is actually caused because you want something to stir your mind and your emotions first before you write it. 
 
   But actually writing very often involves kind of a step of faith. You actually just step out and say the first thing that comes into your mind.
 
   Have you ever tried that? You would be amazed what comes out, sometimes often something you didn’t premeditate. It just comes out and you think, 
 
   “What made me say that?” 
 
   But once you say it you actually start the stream flowing. And before you know it a lot of other things will come out.
 
   Now the exact same thing happens with writing. If you already have thoughts and pictures that is wonderful. You have a starting point. But the key is to sit down and to write down the first thing that comes into your mind.
 
   If nothing comes into your mind then a good way to do it is the way that you would start a conversation with somebody. You would start with an opening statement or question.
 
   Hold a Conversation
 
   Imagine that you are now speaking to somebody else. Except instead of expressing those words out loud verbally you actually write them down.
 
   Ask yourself a question and write it down. 
 
   “So how are you feeling today Bill?” 
 
   That sounds pretty childish doesn’t it? But give it a try and then write an answer to it immediately. 
 
   Imagine you are holding a conversation with yourself. Or imagine you are holding a conversation with somebody else; perhaps an imaginary person. Perhaps you could choose a famous person or even Solomon himself.
 
   I would say, 
 
   “Solomon I would like to know exactly how this wisdom worked in you. Give me some ideas.”
 
   Then I am going to imagine in my mind that Solomon is sitting with me. 
 
   If you are doing this you are going to picture him in whichever way you imagine Solomon looked. And then you are going to hear his words coming out. Write down whatever the first thing is that comes to your mind. 
 
   Perhaps that may sound a bit weird to you. Probably the safest way to do it is to actually imagine you are sitting down with the Lord because that is fine. 
 
   You go to Him in prayer and you are used to speaking to Him as a person you can’t see. So journaling mostly tends to be spiritual, because you are actually doing it as a kind of a prayer. 
 
   And so you write down what you want to say to the Lord. Then you write down what you can hear Him saying back to you again in your mind. 
 
   Some people have developed this very powerfully. And those who flow in a Prophetic Ministry can actually get a message from the Lord that way. 
 
   But a lot of people can’t do this. Many people have a problem with journaling because it has become so spiritual. So let’s make it simple. Let’s make it perfectly natural. 
 
   Sit down and write the first thing that comes to your mind. Imagine you are like a person playing a game of chess against yourself. 
 
   You have seen this. There is the chessboard. You sit and you move a part. Then you go and sit on the other side of the table and you play against yourself. That sounds really stupid, but I want you to keep this picture in your mind.
 
   I want you to imagine that when you are journaling this is what you are doing. I want you to ask yourself the questions that are troubling you. 
 
   Ask yourself, “So what are you going to do now? What do you think is the wisest thing to do right now?” 
 
   Then I want you to go and sit on the other side of the table. Now you are going to be the counselor who is going to give the answers. 
 
   What kind of counsel are you going to give? Well if you knew the answers you wouldn’t have asked the question in the first place would you? 
 
   Your counselor is deep down inside of your spirit. So in a sense what you are doing is you are letting your mind hold a conversation with your spirit. 
 
   You will be amazed what your spirit says back. You will be amazed at the words of wisdom that will come out and that you will find yourself writing down. You will think, 
 
   “I didn’t know I had that in me.” 
 
   Well you didn’t have it in your mind but it was in you. It was deep in your spirit. And if you are a child of God you have the Holy Spirit in there helping it along. You also have God in you to give you all of His wisdom that you can tap into. 
 
   Write Every Day
 
   Isn’t that an awesome way of doing it? I want you to try it now. Try it every day. On a daily basis sit down, just take a short bit of time and write down the first thing that comes to your mind. Or sit down and hold a conversation. 
 
   Instead of going out and looking for all the books to find the answers; instead of running around trying to get advice from other people all the time, why don’t you sit down and ask yourself? 
 
   Or better still, why don’t you ask the Lord? Ask Him, then sit and listen to the answer that comes up in your spirit and write the first thing that comes out.
 
   You might start writing garbage, but as you keep going you will find that it begins to flow and begins to get clearer. And before you know it amazing wisdom will start coming up out of your spirit.
 
   Every single human being has the ability to journal. You don’t have to run around and wait for other people to give you of their wisdom. 
 
   Yes it is wonderful that people have put their wisdom into books and are there to give counsel and advice. But first, before you do that, tap into your own spirit. 
 
   There is another passage in Proverbs 5:15 that says:
 
   Drink waters out of your own well and out of your own cistern.
 
   You have more than enough there to tap into before you even need to go and tap into other people’s wisdom. Try it and you will be amazed what comes forth.
 
   See how you go, and I will share something more with you tomorrow.
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Chapter 14 – Avoiding False Worldly Principles
 
   Have you ever believed something for years and then found out that what you believed was wrong? Isn’t it devastating when you have sincerely believed something, only to find out that all the time it was wrong?
 
   I would like to share today about one of the most common wrong beliefs. It comes from a very well-known book called ‘As a Man Thinketh’, written by a man named James Allen. 
 
   You will find it all over the Internet. It is very famous amongst the self-help series and amongst all the people out there that are teaching success principles. 
 
   Now anyone who has ever read this book assumes that Allen based this on a Scripture from Proverbs that says:
 
   As a man thinks in his heart, so is he.
 
   I must admit I also thought that there was such a verse. And so I tried looking it up in the Concordance and doing some searches on it, and I found out that the exact wording doesn’t exist anywhere in the Bible. 
 
   In actual fact you will find that most of James Allen’s teachings actually come from a writing called ‘The Dhammapada’ which is a Buddhist Scripture that promotes the concept of karma, or the law of cause and effect.
 
   Allen took this little Scripture, twisted it just slightly to suit himself and founded a teaching. Most of the world believes that there is a Scripture that says, ‘As a man thinks in his heart so is he.’
 
   And so a whole teaching has arisen from this idea of what you can do with your thoughts. But before I look at that, let me first give you the correct Scripture and you will see how close it is. But you will see how wrong it is to assume what is being taught from the Scripture.
 
   You will find it in Proverbs 23:6 and 7, and you need to read verse 6 to understand verse 7. It says:
 
   Do not eat the bread of one who has an evil eye neither desire his delicacies. For as he thinks in his heart, so is he. Eat and drink he says to you, but his heart is not with you.
 
   How does this passage even begin to hint to you that this a key to success; that this is a way to change your behavior? No, Solomon isn’t teaching a principle here about thoughts at all. 
 
   In fact he is not showing us that we can create the life we want by our thoughts. He is actually just stating a fact. 
 
   He is saying that we tend to act out what is in our heart and mind, and we tend to express what is in our thoughts by our actions. 
 
   That is all he was saying. He was not saying that we can change our lives and create.
 
   False Teaching of the Secret
 
   Now this is a teaching that is rampant today called ‘The Secret’. It was first given this title by a very famous self-help teacher by the name of Earl Nightingale. 
 
   Today it is being promoted in a film that is called ‘The Secret’, but Earl Nightingale first called it, ‘The Strangest Secret’. 
 
   The whole teaching that all of these people are promoting, is that by changing your thoughts you can create the kind of life you want. They say that you are the master of your own destiny; that you have the power to be god. 
 
   It all arises from a movement called ‘The New Thought Movement’, which is anything but godly and anything but Christian. Yet Christians are being drawn into this. 
 
   They are being duped by this teaching and thinking, because somebody takes a Scripture like this, ‘As a man thinks…’, and twists it to suit their teachings. They think that the Word of God teaches these things.
 
   Leaving God Out
 
   I want to set in on record right now that this teaching is false. And you will find that in most success teachings in the world, they tend to leave God out and they tend to leave the Word out. 
 
   Because you see if they were to acknowledge God they would have to acknowledge their sin. They would have to do things God’s way and they are not prepared to do that. They want to do things their way. 
 
   Now those of us who believe in God and have committed our lives to Him need to embrace the truth. What is the truth? What does the Bible really teach about thoughts? 
 
   I have touched a little bit on it already, and I am going to be teaching a whole lot more. I am going to be presenting to you self-help God’s way, not the world’s way.
 
   You will find that as you begin to read all the self-help teachings of the world, they all follow the same patterns and they all overlap together. And what every single one of them is trying to do is to leave God out of it. 
 
   They don’t refer to God as God in these teachings. They call Him ‘The Universe’. They make God part of the creation; that He is an obscure force out there that we have control over and that we can command. 
 
   This is heresy to the limit. But I hear God’s people speaking about the law of attraction. There is no such teaching as the law of attraction in the Word of God. 
 
   It is based on this false teaching called The Secret, where we, through what we can put in our minds and our thoughts, can attract to us whatever we want. 
 
   Power from Your Spirit
 
   Now we have authority and we have power, and God has put into our spirits a bit of His divine ability. As human beings He has made us little creators, not in the same magnitude that He is, but on a smaller level. 
 
   I have taught this in many different places and I am going to be teaching it again and explaining it to you in more detail. 
 
   What is more important is what comes from your spirit, not what comes from your thoughts. What is more important are the words that you speak that come from your spirit, not the thoughts that you think in your mind all the time. 
 
   This is because most of the time the thoughts that come to your mind are influenced by the world round about you. This is under the control of the enemy, which is under the control of the World System.
 
   Let’s face it, what are the thoughts that most people have? They are thoughts of selfishness and selfish desire and all the things that we want.
 
   That is not God’s way is it? That is not the way of the Spirit. It is the way of the world. Now we are going to learn how to do it the right way, and I am going to be teaching you these principles the right way. 
 
   And you will be able to embrace them without fear that you are getting some false Buddhist teaching; or some demonic spiritualistic teaching that is being taught by the New Age Movement out there and that has been couched in Scripture.
 
   I am amazed at how much Scripture these people quote, because actually there is no other source out there but the Word of God. But they try to take Scripture and other false teachings and mix the two together. And by doing this they are drawing in a lot of God’s people.
 
   Don’t be caught by this nonsense. Don’t allow yourself to be influenced by it. It is false teaching, it is heresy, and it will steal from you the success that God really wants you to have. 
 
   So stick around. I am going to be teaching you the truth. I am going to be showing you these things. And in the days, weeks and months that lie ahead there will be more and more available. 
 
   These will not only be what I give out on these Daily Motivationals, but I will be giving sound teaching in seminars and lectures that will be available to you. Then you will be able to learn to prosper and succeed in this world God’s way. 
 
   I don’t know about you, but that is the way I want to do it. 
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Chapter 15 – Assessing Your Net Worth and Value
 
   What are you worth right now? If someone were to put a value on you, what would it be? How would you go about assessing your net worth? 
 
   Let me tell you what the world’s way is. The world’s way is to look at all your assets and to count up their value. So they would look at what your house is worth and put that in. What is your car worth? We will add that value. 
 
   How much money do you have in the bank? What shares do you have in companies and in stocks? What other valuable things do you own – jewelry or anything of value? 
 
   We add these all up and come to a figure, and that is considered your net worth.
 
   If you were to do that, how would you shape up? Are you an asset to society? If you were to go to the bank would they consider you a good risk? What counts the most when it comes to your worth? 
 
   Assess Yourself
 
   You know there are two kinds of millionaires out there. There is the millionaire who has attained his status through his own efforts of building up and accumulating wealth. 
 
   And there could be a millionaire who was handed it by someone else. Maybe somebody’s father was a millionaire, and his dad died and left him the money. So now he has inherited the millions.
 
   I want to tell you that there is a big difference between these two kinds of millionaires.
 
   The first kind of millionaire can lose everything he owns so that by the world’s standards he has no net worth at all. But he will still be a millionaire. 
 
   Do you know why? It is because he knows how to accumulate those things again. He may be a millionaire who right now has no net worth, but he is a millionaire because he knows how to generate millions. 
 
   The second guy is only a millionaire because of what he owns. Take away what he owns and he will be as poor as can be. 
 
   So you see your net worth isn’t necessarily based on the assets that you hold in your hand. Your net worth is based on what is within you; on what you have available. 
 
   It is based on the tools that are in your hands that you can use to generate and create wealth. 
 
   When you look at it that way, you will find that when you come to assessing your own net worth, it is going to be somewhat different to the way the world would look at it.
 
   If you were to assess your net worth right now, you would likely consider yourself pretty mediocre, pretty poor or pretty useless. Perhaps you think you have nothing.
 
   Well let me tell you what you do have. There are many things that you have. I have done some teaching on this and I am going to be doing a lot more teaching, to show you what your assets are and how you can use them to increase your wealth.              
 
   Your Greatest Asset
 
   But today I want to give you just one thing that you have right now that can be considered probably one of the most valuable things; something of greater worth than all of these other tangible assets. 
 
   Solomon says in Proverbs 10:20 and 21:
 
   The tongue of the just [is as] choice silver: the heart of the wicked [is] worth little. 
The lips of the righteous feed many: but fools die for lack of wisdom. 
 
   Do you see it there again? It is the value and the power of words. 
 
   Why are words so powerful? Well we have been looking at that haven’t we? It is because they come forth out of the wisdom of your spirit. And Solomon says again and again that wisdom will make you rich. 
 
   Wisdom will cause you to rise up and stand before kings. Wisdom will cause you to not be hidden, but to be seen in the world. 
 
   Wisdom will cause you to abound in every single thing and succeed in whatever you touch. It will give you more than the Midas touch. 
 
   King Midas is the famous story of the man who turned everything he touched to gold. We say that some people have the Midas touch, because it seems that they succeed in whatever business they try to do and they make money out of it. 
 
   Well you have some wealth, and that wealth is in your mouth. But some of what comes out of peoples’ mouths is not wealth I can assure you. 
 
   You see it is not every word that matters. It is the right words. If you can learn to tap into the wealth in your spirit and express that wealth forth into the world through words, your net worth will increase on a continual basis. 
 
   People will be flocking to you because they will be hanging onto your every word. They will consider what you have to give, of far more wealth than the money that the bank could give them. 
 
   So why don’t you just identify the wealth that you have? Why don’t you recognize now your very own net worth? And why don’t you start spreading some wealth around? 
 
   Have a wonderful weekend. And by Monday I trust that you will be speaking words, sending them forth and journaling - doing all of the things that we shared this week, and rising up and succeeding in this world. 
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Chapter 16 – How to Rise Above Your Feelings
 
   I did not feel like doing this Daily Motivation today. I must be honest. My feelings were low. It has been a busy week and a busy weekend. 
 
   I have many cares and things that I need to take care of, and the last thing I felt like doing was trying to motivate you. I’m being honest. If you are honest I think that very often you’ll admit that you feel exactly the same way. 
 
   Sometimes we are forced to do things that we don’t really feel like doing. It’s a bad experience when you are forced to do something that you don’t feel like doing. So the question that I would like to address now is, 
 
   “How do you overcome bad feelings?”
 
   You can’t just turn your feelings on and off, but how do you overcome the bad feelings? I’m going to give you some ideas here. 
 
   Find Out Why You Feel Bad
 
   Firstly you need to find out what it is that is making you feel bad. The chances are that you have a negative picture in your mind. A negative picture in your mind causes negative emotions and bad feelings. 
 
   So if you want to change your feelings, you have to learn how to change the pictures of your mind. You have to learn to change what you are thinking about. 
 
   Now I know that you are probably saying, 
 
   “Yes, but you said last week that our thoughts don’t have power.”
 
   No I didn’t say that. I said that your mind does not have the power to create, which is what these people with ‘The Secret’ and the ‘Law of Attraction’ are trying to teach. 
 
   Only your spirit has the power to create, and then it is limited in what it can create. God has only given you a piece of His power and ability to create in this earth. 
 
   Now I don’t want to speak about using your thoughts to create. I want to speak about using your mind to change your feelings, because your mind has the power to change your feelings. You have to choose to think something that is more positive. 
 
   Rise Above Your Feelings
 
   I remember seeing the story of Peter Pan years ago. It has been released in so many different forms – in cartoon form, and in the movie called ‘Hook’. 
 
   There is one little thing from Peter Pan that always stuck with me. It was the idea of thinking a happy thought. According to Peter Pan, if you could think a happy thought you could fly. 
 
   It is such a beautiful picture isn’t it? If you could learn to think a happy thought, you could rise above all your cares and bad feelings, and you could literally fly away like Superman. 
 
   I used to joke with my grandchildren and say to them, 
 
   “Do you know that the devil really hates it when you are happy and you’re smiling?”
 
   So whenever they were feeling down I used to say to them, 
 
   “When the devil is making you feel bad, what you must do is give a big smile. If you do that, the devil will jump right over the wall and he’ll be gone. He can’t stand it.” 
 
   It became a standing joke and they really picked it up. They knew that every time they were feeling down and under oppression, they would put on a big smile. They would see the devil jump over the wall and he would be gone. 
 
   What is your happy thought? If you can think a happy thought you can overcome the bad feelings. You need to let go of your cares and you need to allow yourself to dream. 
 
   Let go of all the stresses of work and all your financial worries. Let go of all the people that have irritated you and made you angry. 
 
   Let go of all the stresses you have had over the weekend; all your cares about going back to work, your financial cares about how you are going to pay the bills and all the things that you have to do this week. Put them aside and think a happy thought. 
 
   Think about someone that you love. Put that person into your mind and visualize them. Think about them and change the picture to one of happiness instead of stress. 
 
   Try Smiling
 
   Put a smile on your face. Yes I know that I told the kids to do it, but it really works. You cannot smile and stay miserable. Try it. 
 
   If you are in a job where you speak to people on the phone, do you know what the best way is to communicate to them in an emotive way? It is to smile while you’re speaking on the phone. 
 
   People may think that you’re mad because here you are smiling away. You cannot help but feel something when you smile. If that doesn’t work, try laughing out loud. 
 
   Say, “Ha ha ha. Ha ha ha ha …”
 
   Okay maybe you don’t laugh loudly, but in the end you may start laughing just at the sound of yourself laughing. It is wonderful if you can just get one or two chuckles out there. It will start to melt away those bad feelings. 
 
   So are you feeling like I did today? Start laughing, even if you say, “Ha ha ha,” out loud. 
 
   Try it, it really works. Put a smile on your face. Find somebody to smile at. Laugh and fill yourself with joy. 
 
   Be Thankful
 
   And then try praising and giving thanks. You have so much to be thankful about. 
 
   Instead of looking at all the cares and the things that are weighing you down, why don’t you start looking at all the wonderful things in life? Look at all the beautiful things that the Lord has given you. Rejoice and praise Him and say, 
 
   “Thank you Lord.”
 
   Make up a list of all the things you are grateful for and that you can give thanks for. Soon all those bad feelings will start to melt away. You will feel ready to face the day, and there will be a new surge and a new power.
 
   The Bible says that the joy of the Lord is your strength. It is amazing how much energy you have when there is joy in you. 
 
   It is not just going to come and fall on you. You have to make the effort to create that feeling of joy, happiness and good emotion. You do that by changing the pictures in your mind. 
 
   So in conclusion, let me just ask you this question. 
 
   “What is your happy thought for today?”
 
   Every day this week as you start the day off, find a happy thought. And during the day when things start to get you down and life starts to get you down, find that happy thought. 
 
   Let it fill your mind. Smile, laugh and praise. And before you know it you will have this new surge of energy rising up in you as the joy of the Lord becomes your strength. 
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Chapter 17 – Learning How to Sell
 
   What kind of salesperson are you? 
 
   Selling is a very special skill that draws quite a high income, because there are not many people who really know how to do it well. As a result companies are prepared to pay very good salaries to people that are able to carry out good sales. 
 
   Are you able to persuade somebody to buy something? For most people their first reaction will probably be, 
 
   “Well I’m not very good at it.” 
 
   Or they will say, 
 
   “I don’t really know. I don’t think I could survive in a sales job. I don’t have the temperament for sales.” 
 
   In fact most people start making excuses when you ask them to do some selling. 
 
   Everyone Can Sell
 
   Now I would like you to consider this. If you think that you aren’t capable of selling, then you must have accomplished very little in life. You have probably seldom ever obtained the things that you desire. 
 
   In fact you are living a life that is controlled by other people. Other people are imposing their will on you, making you do what they want. You keep giving other people what they need, but you never get what you desire. 
 
   Is that true? Well I hope that this is not the kind of life you are living. You see if you are not capable of selling, then that is the kind of life you will be living. 
 
   Of course if you are in financial trouble it is amazing how you can learn to sell. You sell your car, your house, your boat or your jewelry. 
 
   You start selling all the things that you have, to try and survive. Isn’t it amazing how you can really sell if you are forced to?
 
    
 
   Selling is Influencing People
 
   But you see selling is a lot more than simply a way of making money. Selling is a process by which we influence other people. We persuade them to go somewhere or give something that we desire. 
 
   Whenever you want something in life that involves other people, for you to obtain that thing you have to carry out a process of selling. And so every single thing you have ever received or obtained; everything that people have given you is because you have influenced someone else. 
 
   It can be as simple as persuading your husband to take you out to dinner. Or it can be as simple as getting your wife to cook you a good meal. 
 
   Whatever it is in life that you need somebody else to do, it requires some form of persuasion. That is all that selling is. Selling is simply a process by which you persuade somebody else. 
 
   Now if you have a real pressing need, it is amazing to see how you can sell. You can persuade somebody else to meet that need. And you can make a very strong case for what you want if your need or desire is great enough. 
 
   If you have children you know how they can nag you to death. And they do more than that. They come with these brilliant persuasions and wonderful arguments as to why you should give them what they want. 
 
   They are prepared to do anything to persuade you to change your mind and to give them what they desire. 
 
   You have to be persuasive to get results, and that is actually all selling really is. 
 
   What Makes You Buy
 
   So ask yourself this question: 
 
   “What do you do when you earnestly desire something?”
 
   Then if you want to understand what it is that makes people buy and respond to sales appeals, have a look at yourself as a sales prospect. 
 
   What makes you buy something? None of us like to admit that we were sold, but somebody sold you the last few things that you bought. You may have just bought them in a shop, but the shop used a technique to get you to buy them. 
 
   I want you to do a little project to find out how you can become a better salesperson. I want you to make a list of the last five or six things that you bought. 
 
   Think about why you bought them. Then look at each one and write down what it was that influenced you to buy those things. 
 
   If it is something that you buy over and over again, then I want you to go back and consider why you bought it the first time. 
 
   If you’re a lady and there is a cosmetic or perfume that you use, what persuaded you to buy that the first time? And now you are so happy that you keep buying it over and over again. 
 
   How did somebody influence you to make that purchase? How did somebody influence you to enroll in a study course? What does it take to influence people to do things? 
 
   Human nature has not changed since the Garden of Eden. The first one who ever did a really good sales job was the serpent. He came to Eve and he had her eating out of his hand. 
 
   He sold her, he closed her, and it was signed, sealed and delivered. She bought the product. 
 
   How Jesus Sold
 
   How did he go about it? I have a very good teaching that I am going to be making available on Jesus’ sales techniques, so don’t think I’m persuading you to go and find the devil’s way, but it is a good start. 
 
   Go and see how the serpent persuaded Eve, and the tactics and techniques that he used to sell her right there. Then look out for Jesus’ sales technique. I am going to show you how Jesus sold to the end user, and how He sold to the reseller. 
 
   It is very interesting. Jesus was the Master Salesman and He had some brilliant techniques in selling. We can learn these things. 
 
   You say, “Why should I learn this?” 
 
   Well if you are interested in going into business and you plan to be a business person, own your own business and make money, it is going to involve selling. 
 
   Don’t think that you can simply hire salesmen out there who have all the skill and ability. You can’t rely on other people all the time to make your business grow. 
 
   If you are not capable of selling yourself, you shouldn’t own your own business. 
 
   Yes I know going out and prospecting and doing all the hard work is the kind of thing you hire other people to do. But if you are a true leader and a true entrepreneur, you should never need other people to do something that you are not capable of doing yourself. 
 
   You should be able to teach them how to do it. Then by all means send them off to go and do the work of selling. You can then concentrate on more important things, like expanding and opening new businesses and training new salespeople. 
 
   If you can’t train somebody how to sell and you can’t train yourself, how can you ever hope to succeed in business? 
 
   It doesn’t only relate to business. It relates to all of life. It is even in ministry. 
 
   When you stand up to preach you are persuading people. When you lead somebody to Lord you are persuading them. You are selling them the gospel. I have a teaching on that as well. 
 
   All of life is selling. You cannot escape it, but there are some other important things that go with selling. I’m going to be covering another two in the next two days. 
 
   Tomorrow I’m going to cover a very important activity that you will have to carry out effectively if you want to be successful in your business. 
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Chapter 18 – Building Circles of Influence
 
   If you were to die right now, who would come to your funeral?
 
   I know this is not a very positive statement to make considering this is meant to be a Daily Motivational. And I am sure that the last thing you want to think about is death. But today I want to address the subject of your circle of influence. 
 
   How many people do you know that even remember your name? If you were to make contact with an old friend or acquaintance, would they remember you? Or would they scratch their head and say, 
 
   “Your face looks familiar but I can’t say I really remember you.” 
 
   What kind of influence do you have on the lives of other people? This is very important if you want to succeed either in business or in ministry, because both of them involve other people. 
 
   If you don’t influence people; if people don’t even remember who you are or anything about you, then how can you possibly have any kind of influence in their life? How could you possibly succeed in ministry or in business?
 
   You see every person has what is known as a circle of influence. From you at the center there are those that are closest to you, like immediate family and friends, relatives and acquaintances. 
 
   Then you get business associates, and the circle gets bigger and bigger. And the bigger the circle gets, the less contact you actually have with people. 
 
   Now they have proved statistically that the total number of people that can be in your circle is 150. That is the maximum that you could work with in a group and relate to without losing contact.
 
   How big is your circle of influence and how many people even know your name? How can you improve this, because if you want to succeed in business, you are going to have to improve it? 
 
   You are going to have to do a whole lot better. There will be a lot more people who know who you are, who love you and admire you and who are associated with you in some way. So the question is, 
 
   “What does it take to get people to remember you?”
 
   Now I could go into a big philosophical or psychological discussion. Psychologists love to dig into these things and give you big complicated methods and principles that nobody can even remember or understand.
 
   2 Words to Remember
 
   I have two simple words that you have heard over and over again. And those two simple words will give you the key to getting people to remember you in a good way. 
 
   What are those two words? It is the two ways of expressing what is in your spirit: words and actions. 
 
   I want to share a Scripture from Proverbs 22:11. Solomon said:
 
   To the person that loves a pure heart, through the charm of his speech, the King will be his friend. 
 
   Wow, can you imagine being friends with the king. 
 
   Tell me, how many friends do you have who are in high places? How many people that are big names out there could you call your friends? 
 
   What will it take to do that? The charm of your speech and the purity of your heart will. 
 
   You see if your heart or your spirit is pure, what you express forth from your spirit in words and actions will affect other people. It will influence them positively and will draw them to you that you will become like a magnet.
 
   What is it that makes people want to become friends with you, or makes you want to become friends with somebody else? 
 
   It is two simple things. The way they treat you and the way they speak to you. 
 
   Think about it. You want to be around people who treat you well; who don’t treat you badly. And you want to be around people who speak pleasant, positive words to you. 
 
   Change How You Treat People
 
   It is very simple. If you want to increase your circle of influence, all you need to do is to change the way you speak to people and the way you treat them. That can be a whole big subject on its own. 
 
   You could go with the old concept of the golden rule which Jesus gave us. He said that we should treat other people the way we want them to treat us. We need to speak to other people the way we want them to speak to us. 
 
   But actually it doesn’t take much. All you need to do is speak positive, uplifting words and be thoughtful and kind to other people. Be sensitive to their needs.
 
   So today I want you to try this project. As you go out and you meet people and make contact with them, I want you to remember these two simple principles: words and actions.  
 
   I want you to give this a try. To every person that you meet today, I want you to say something good and uplifting and do something kind and thoughtful. 
 
   If you do that you will find that it doesn’t take long, and you will begin to develop a circle of people who admire and respect you. 
 
   Then when it comes time for you to launch your ministry or your business, or get going on a project that involves other people, you will have a whole big circle of people ready to take part in your launch. They will be ready to help you in it and to spread things around to their circle of influence. 
 
   This is why the circle of influence is so important. Because you see to do business all you need to do is to find people out there that have a big circle of influence. 
 
   If each person has a fully-fledged circle of 150 people, 10 people is all you need and you have got 1 500 contacts. 
 
   Do you want to make money in your business? Do you want to get a lot of sales and develop good clients who will support you? Find people who have a good circle of influence.
 
   Before you can do that however, you must start by having a circle of influence yourself. Don’t try and reach the masses. Don’t think, 
 
   “Well if we could just reach thousands and millions of people and get sales.”
 
   Why don’t you start with a handful of people that you can work with? Then make it your goal in the years that lie ahead to get a circle of influence of 150 people. 
 
   It is going to take you that long to develop a circle of influence, where you could sit and write down 150 names of people that you know and people that know you. 
 
   And if you were to call one of these people on the phone or send them an email, they would know who you are and they would respond immediately.
 
   That should be your goal in business. If you can start with that circle of influence yourself, just imagine how your business will take off as you begin to launch into the market place; as you begin to reach out through those people who respect you and that you have influenced already.
 
   Lift People Up
 
   So give it a try today. Go out and have a bit of fun with it. For every person you meet, before you meet them think to yourself, 
 
   “What can I say to this person that will be good and uplifting?” 
 
   Give them a compliment. Say something nice that will make their day. Maybe give them a gift. You can do something kind and show your interest in them.
 
   It doesn’t actually take a lot and you will see people just coming to life. Like water on a flower that is wilting and dying, you will suddenly see them spring to life. You can get a great kick out of it and have real fun with it.
 
   The wonderful thing is suddenly you will have all the friends in the world, and everybody will think you are the most wonderful person. I don’t know about you, but I think I would like to have a lot more friends.
 
   Why don’t you go give it a try? Tomorrow I will share about another principle that is very important if you want to succeed in business. 
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Chapter 19 – Moving from Learner to Teacher
 
   What kind of expert are you? Have you come to the place where you are qualified to teach other people? If you are not there, perhaps you would like to know how to come to this place. 
 
   This is what I would like to speak a little bit about today. It is very important these days to be qualified to teach and to train others. This is especially true in the realm of business and if you are an entrepreneur and a leader of a business.
 
   How do you come to a place of being qualified to teach others?
 
   Learn Continually
 
   Well this comes firstly as a result of a lot of learning. You need to be learning all the time; something new every day. At the end of every day, you should be able to sit down and write at least one new thing that you learned today that you didn’t know before.
 
   If you can make this a daily habit, after a year you will have 365 new things that you learned that you didn’t know before. That gives you 365 new things that you can teach to other people who probably don’t know it either.
 
   How do you learn new things?
 
   There are two simple ways: by study and through experience. The key is to combine both study and experience together. Then you will have fullness of knowledge and a far greater ability to teach others.
 
   What are some of the sources that we can tap into in order to gain knowledge?
 
   Receive from People
 
   Well since the knowledge you are going to receive is likely going to come from somebody else, probably most of the time your source of knowledge is going to be other people. So the first thing you must learn to do is how to receive knowledge from other people.
 
   Although a lot of this happens automatically, do you know there are people who will go through life for years and years and never learn anything new? Make up your mind to learn something new today.
 
   How do you do it? Firstly, by looking around you and seeing the people that you are making contact with all the time. The first way to learn something from somebody else is to listen to them speaking. 
 
   Do you find that at times you are doing too much talking yourself instead of listening to other people? Or do you just let peoples’ conversations kind of pass you by? 
 
   You don’t even listen to what they say. As the old expression goes, you let it go in one ear and out the other. 
 
   If you will take the time to just listen to what other people are saying, sooner or later somebody is going to come out with a little gem; a little something you never heard before or that you didn’t know before. 
 
   As you receive that little piece of knowledge, it will go into you and make you more of an expert. 
 
   Read Something
 
   A lot of people have put all their knowledge into writing. And so the other way to gain knowledge from other people is to read their writings. 
 
   If you are like me you should be reading something every day. There are not many nights that I go to sleep without reading something. 
 
   It can be reading the Scriptures. Or it can be reading a new book that I have either purchased in printed or electronic form, or downloaded from the Internet. 
 
   It could be some study or something that I got from somewhere. There must be something that I have to read to just put some extra knowledge into my mind. That extra knowledge day by day makes me more of an expert and makes me more qualified to teach others.
 
   Learn From Others
 
   The other way of gaining knowledge from other people is simply through association with them. If you are going to stick all by yourself, be a loner and not be associated with other people, then you are not going to learn from anybody except yourself. 
 
   Now you can learn a tremendous amount by listening to your spirit and by listening to the voice of God. But you also have to tap into some source that comes from other people. 
 
   Even when you read the Scriptures, although they were inspired by God, they were written by many different writers and you are reading what they poured out. 
 
   It is absolutely essential that you are continually reading if you desire to come to a place of having enough knowledge to teach others.
 
   Then if you really want intensive training and knowledge, it is going to come by impartation from another person. And to receive an impartation of knowledge means you must enter into a mentorship relationship with that person. 
 
   All of these are different ways of learning from others and gaining knowledge from them.
 
   Learn From Your Experiences
 
   Now knowledge from experience also has a varied number of sources that we can consider. 
 
   Firstly you need to learn from your own experiences. Every one of us has different experiences in life, but usually living in the same world and having the same kind of pressures of life, most of us eventually have very similar experiences.
 
   So when you have gone through an experience don’t get all bitter and twisted. Don’t throw in the towel and get disgruntled and say, 
 
   “Why does everything go wrong with me?” 
 
   Every single time you have an experience, whether it be good or bad, learn from that experience. The knowledge that you gain will be with you forever, and you will then be able to share it with other people. 
 
   Later on when you see somebody else going through that same experience you can say, 
 
   “I’ve been where you are. I’ve lived through that. Let me show you what I learned from this experience.” 
 
   Then you can teach and instruct others.
 
   You can also just sit and watch other people going through their experiences. Sometimes it is easier to learn through the experiences of others. 
 
   It is easier to watch somebody else make mistakes and bump their head, than to go and do it yourself and suffer the pain and embarrassment. 
 
   It is much easier to watch somebody else make a fool of themselves, than for you to make a fool of yourself all the time and to have to face the embarrassment and humiliation of it. So learn from the experiences of others.
 
   Learn From Biographies
 
   You can often learn from other people by listening to or reading their biographies. You know most people are really keen to tell you their story. 
 
   Do you want to hold a good long conversation with a complete stranger? From the moment you meet them just do one thing. Ask them a question about themselves. Say to them, 
 
   “So tell me, how did you get into the business that you are in? How did you succeed in life? Please tell me what happened. Share with me about yourself.” 
 
   Do that and people will talk about themselves for hours. 
 
   Now don’t do it just to impress people, but be ready to learn. If the person sits talking on and on, don’t sit and nod your head and think, 
 
   “I wish they would shut up. I made a big mistake asking that question.” 
 
   No, learn from it. Listen and learn, even if what you learn is, 
 
   “With the help of the Lord I will never ever make the kind of mistakes that this person has made.” 
 
   Learn From Your Mistakes
 
   And of course talking about mistakes, there is no better way to learn than to make mistakes. Don’t beat yourself up when you mess up; when you do things that are wrong. 
 
   Sometimes you just feel so ashamed of yourself because you made such a mess. That is a learning experience. 
 
   Other people out there will be going through those same experiences. And how could you identify with them in their problems? How could you be a teacher and instructor of others if you haven’t been through that same experience and made the same mistakes?
 
   Once you have got all this knowledge through study and through experience, you want to grow it and intensify it and make it more powerful and strong. 
 
   Specialize in Something
 
   The first way you can do that is by specializing. In other words you don’t just gather bits and pieces of knowledge about everything. 
 
   It is great to know a little bit about everything, but you know we have an expression that says you can be a jack of all trades and master of none. 
 
   You may be able to hold a good conversation and make people think you are very clever. You know a lot about many things, but you actually don’t know very much about one thing. So you must learn to specialize. 
 
   Make a decision and say, 
 
   “This is an area of knowledge that I am going to become an expert in. I’m going to learn as much about this subject as I can.”
 
   When you do that you intensify your knowledge and you will be known as an expert. 
 
   You say, “If you need to discuss such-and-such a subject, go and speak to John. He knows all about that.” 
 
   That is great. If people need knowledge on that one special area, you are the expert because you took the time to intensify your knowledge. 
 
   Repetition and Practice
 
   Of course the other way is through repetition. We don’t learn things the first time do we? We sometimes need to bump our heads a couple of times before we get it and say, 
 
   “Hang on I am doing something wrong here.” 
 
   Sometimes you have to make the same mistakes over and over again. And sometimes you have to hear a person saying the same thing to you 10 times, before the penny finally drops and you say, 
 
   “Oh I get it. I never saw that before.” 
 
   And then you must practice. Practice makes perfect even in learning and in knowledge. 
 
   If you think that you have a bad memory, practice your memory. Develop it, exercise it and increase your knowledge. It is something you have to do by a choice of your will.
 
   Teach Others
 
   Now here is the most wonderful and powerful way of gaining knowledge. Try teaching others. The moment you are in a position to teach somebody else something, you come to realize that you actually don’t know very much. 
 
   So find somebody who wants to be taught and offer to teach them. It will give you the incentive to get out there and find things out. 
 
   Whether you have to go and nag people or go and find experts and bombard them with questions, buy books and read them, listen to tapes and CDs or to buy training courses, do whatever it takes to increase your knowledge until you become that expert. Then as you increase your knowledge you will become an expert. 
 
   A Guru Or a Maven
 
   What is an expert? A big word they are trying to use these days out there is the word guru. I have no idea why they chose guru, because a guru is a Hindu teacher and I don’t know why we should be subject to eastern culture. 
 
   If you were living in the east, yes I could understand that guru means something, but we are living in the west. 
 
   There is a much better word. It is a nice English word and the word is ‘maven’. It means the same thing. It means an expert; somebody who specializes in something and really knows it well. 
 
   Go and look it up at dictionary.com and you will see the definition of a maven. 
 
   If you want to succeed in business you must learn to be an influencer and an educator. Then you can bring people in. 
 
   You can train them up and you can impart to them the knowledge that they need and that you want them to have, in order to assist you in building this business together. 
 
   Then you can organize them together and make them into a solid group that can work as one and go forward and succeed. 
 
   We are going to be looking at organization next and it is the last of the four things that I have been looking at this week. 
 
   In the meantime your project for today is to learn something new. Tomorrow if I were to ask you what you learned yesterday, you should immediately be able to come out with at least one new thing and say, 
 
   “This is what I learned.”
 
   Go and learn something today and we will share again tomorrow. 
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Chapter 20 – How to Build an Organization
 
   How organized are you? Perhaps you don’t realize it, but it is absolutely essential for you to belong to an organization before you can succeed in business.
 
   You see no loner has ever made it to the top. Unfortunately if you are a loner you cannot succeed by yourself. You need other people. I have mentioned this before and I will mention it again and again. 
 
   Now just my mentioning the word organization probably triggers off some pictures in your mind. And no doubt each person will have a different picture that will come into their mind. 
 
   Picture of an Organization
 
   What is the first thing that comes to your mind when you hear the word organization? Do you get a picture at all?
 
   Most people will probably get a negative picture. You get a picture of this great big machine where you are just a small little cog that fits in there somewhere and doesn’t really count. Is that the way you often feel?
 
   You say, “I work for this big organization, and the higher management doesn’t even know that I exist.”
 
   Very often the picture that we have of an organization is very negative. Some people don’t even know what the word means. I went to dictionary.com to look up what organization means. Go and give it a try. 
 
   Do you know that probably more than two thirds of the definitions were obscure statements like, ‘Pertaining to be organized’, or ‘The act of being organized’ - something like that. 
 
   Using the word ‘organized’ with ‘organization’ is stupidity. Most of the definitions didn’t explain to me what an organization was. 
 
   Then right in the middle of it I found this one simple definition which was kind of thrown in by somebody. And actually I thought it was the best one of the lot. Here it is:
 
   An organization is a group of people who work together. 
 
   Isn’t that profound? I thought it was awesome. A group of people working together make up an organization.  
 
   Now how does this come about? I would like to give you just a few ideas of how a group of people working together become an organization. 
 
   Know Your Place
 
   The first and most important thing is that each person in the group must know their place. They must know where they fit. They must know what their function is, what they are supposed to do and what they are not allowed to do. 
 
   So you are working with this group of people and you know that this is your job. This is your responsibility and your duty to carry out. 
 
   Does that make you part of an organization? Not necessarily. It might make you a loner sitting in an office with a whole lot of other loners each doing their own thing. 
 
   And so you have this group of people working together, but that is not an organization is it? It takes more than knowing your place in a group to make it an organization. 
 
   You must not only know your place, but you must also know the place of those that are round about you. You must know the place of each person in the group. 
 
   And then thirdly, every single person in the group must be working towards the same goal. It shouldn’t be just a bunch of people each doing their own thing. 
 
   Rather each one should be interacting with each other, knowing what the other one is doing; each contributing and complementing one another and together reaching out for the same goal.
 
   When you combine all of these people together, what you have joined together is far more powerful than what each person has individually. Actually it is far more even than just multiplying by the number of people. 
 
   Five people each doing their own job does not give you five times the power. If they blend together as an organization, complement one another and interact with one another, they form a whole that can be many times more powerful than five times the power of one person. 
 
   That is the power of organization.
 
   Chaos and Confusion
 
   It doesn’t come about that easily though does it? Have you ever tried to throw a half a dozen people together in an office, give each of them a job and just leave them to it? 
 
   What is going to happen? Well most of the time chaos and confusion, blame shifting, arguments and all sorts of strife and conflict will take place. 
 
   Have you ever worked in an open office that wasn’t very organized; where nobody really knew what they were doing or what the other person was doing? It is chaos.
 
   So just because you have a bunch of people working together, and even though each person has a job and even knows what everybody is doing, don’t think that organization comes naturally. 
 
   It requires something a bit more than that. It requires leadership.
 
   You Need an Organizer
 
   To form an organization out of a group of people takes a very special kind of person - a person who is known as an organizer. 
 
   You see someone must decide what each person’s place is. One person as the leader must take each person, and delegate to them a responsibility, a task and a place in the group.
 
   Then somebody has to make sure that each person does what they were given to do. Someone has to enforce the tasks and the activities of each person in the group. 
 
   You see an organization is not simply a group of people working together. It is a group of people who have been formed together into a whole unit. 
 
   They are being held together and disciplined, motivated and organized by somebody who has the skill to be an organizer. That person will be the leader of the group. 
 
   If you want to succeed in business you only have two options open to you. 
 
    
    	You must be part of an organized group or an organized team
 
   
 
    
 
    
    	If you are the owner of a business, one would think that this is the role that you would be carrying out. You must be a leader who is able to organize others 
 
   
 
   If you are not able to organize others and you are not that kind of leader, then you should not be owning, running or managing the business. You shouldn’t be the one in top leadership. 
 
   You should just go out and become an employee. You should become part of somebody else’s group and organization, and let someone else who has the skill of being an organizer take care of that job.
 
   So the question is: Which one are you? Are you the person who needs to be organized, or are you the person who is capable of organizing others? 
 
   Now is it possible to learn how to become an organizer? Is it possible to develop this skill of organizing others, because like everything else in life it doesn’t come naturally?
 
   It seems that to some people though it does come naturally. Some people seem to be born with a natural skill of being an organizer. 
 
   All Four Needed in Business
 
   I have looked at these different qualities:
 
   1.       A person who has the ability to influence others and to cause sales
 
   2.       A person who has the ability to cultivate relationships with people; to connect them together and increase the number of people you know and who know you. 
 
   These are all different kinds of people that are absolutely necessary to the efficient functioning of a business. 
 
   These four together very often do not exist in one person. And so for a business to succeed you need all four kinds of people.
 
   But perhaps you are a very special breed. You are of a class that I would like to call the Apostolic Entrepreneur. 
 
   In the realm of ministry, an apostle is capable of carrying out all of the ministries of the fivefold ministry. And amongst the other four remaining ministries, the apostle usually is experienced in all four and is able to carry all four of them out. 
 
   In the same way, what I have covered this week are actually four different types of entrepreneurs. 
 
   Perhaps you are called to be an Apostolic Entrepreneur and have developed this skill, and by God’s grace and power you are able to exercise the functions of an Apostolic Entrepreneur. 
 
   If this is the case then you would have had experience in each of these four types, and you would be qualified and able to step into the shoes of each of those.
 
   If you are able to do that, you will be in the business realm what the apostle is in the ministry realm. You will be a master builder who will lay new foundations and establish new businesses. You will build up business organizations and will cause the wealth of the world to come into your hands. 
 
   And as an Apostolic Entrepreneur called by God, you will be able to funnel that income back into the Kingdom of God and cause the extension of God’s Kingdom in the earth. That after all is what we should be doing as Christians isn’t it? 
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
