“This offering was presented for ritual cleansing,
for unintentional sins against God, and for the
Hebrews festivals (including the Day of Atone-
‘ment). Tt included a sacrfice (see Leviticus 4:5-
13) to cleanse the defilement caused by sin.

“This offering made resticution when social,
religious,or titual expectations had not been
observed. Guilt was vicariously transferred to,
the sacrfical animal through laying hands
onic.

“This offering symbolized the worshipper's
homage and total dedication to God. An ani-
‘mal (in perfect condition) was sacrficed whole
(Leviticus 6:22). The worshipper placed his
hands on the sacrificil animal s an indication
that the animal was being sacrificd for the
worshipper’ own failings.

“This goodwill offering to God expressed hom-
ageand thankfulness to Him.

A liquid (such as wine—Exodus 29:40) was
offered daily and again on the Sabbath, new

Definition
The dynamic equivalence approach advocates a readable trans-
Iation that does not provide an exact rendering of the original
Ianguages. It i a thought-for-thought, meaning-driven trans-
Iation. It seeks to produce the same dynamic impact on mod-
ern readers the original had upon its audience.

Readability

Dynamic equivalence translations generally use shorter words,
shorter sentences, and shorter paragraphs.

Terminology

Such translarions use basic vocabulary and casy-to-understand
subsitutes for theological terminology:

Contemporary

Culrurally dependent phrascology (such as “Thus saith the
Lord®) is converted into more contemporary language (*The
Lord says”).

More Natural

The word order of the original Hebrew and Greck may be
altered to produce a more natural English reading.

The formal equivalence approach advocates aslieral a ren-
dering of the original textas possible. The translator attempts
to render the exact words from Hebrew; Aramaic, and Greek
into English. This is why the word “formal” is used—the ren-
dering is form-for-form or word-for-word.
