   “Several years ago I was contacted by a Christian man in his forties named Luke”, Dr. Lambert recounted*. “He came to me for help with a crippling fear of fire which had tormented him as long as he could remember.  Luke said he had been to several psychiatrists, counselors and therapist through the years and all had failed to offer him any lasting help. This man was seeking the Lord’s help to overcome his fear and he quoted the Bible verse that says, “God has not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind” (II Timothy 1: 7). He said he wanted what this verse promised in order to become emotionally normal.”
 
    
 
   Dr. Lambert continued, “I met with him few times as we worked together to uncover his painful story. His panic and instability produced by this phobia had cost him a great deal through the years. There were times of shame and embarrassment which alone was a burden to carry, and then there was the family life, the jobs and opportunities he lost because of his fears. It didn’t take long to me to realize that Luke had a serious disabling fear and that an actual fire was somehow at the core of his story.
 
    
 
   “In my next session with Luke, I asked about his earliest memories which involved a fire. He said that he couldn’t remember any but there was a story his aunt told him years ago. This is Luke’s story as he told it to me.  ‘When I was about 9 or 10 years old’, as Luke recalled, ‘my aunt told me this story about my mother and brother. I was just a baby of nine months when my brother, who was two years older, came into the room where I slept (my crib was placed in the living room because our house was very small). 
 
    
 
   


 
   
  
 




 
   A Deadly Spark
 
    
 
   “‘My brother got too close to the open fireplace when a spark caught his night clothes on fire. My mother heard him screaming; she ran in and saw her terrified child engulfed in flames. She tried smothering out the flames but her gown caught fire also and both of their lives were taken that day’. Luke lowered his voice to a whisper and said, ‘My aunt said that I never saw either of them again. I was too young to remember but I don’t know how it could have anything to do with my fear now. I mean, even striking a match stick can cause me to go into an uncontrolled crippling fear, even panic.’ ” 
 
    
 
   Dr. Lambert recalled how he spent a few days meditating on Luke’s story and that during their next session he explained Luke’s experience to him this way, “When you were a child, you witnessed a tragic event that took your dear mother and brother. The only thing you knew as a nine month old baby was the frightful screaming, panic and flames that took your mother and removed your source of comfort and safety. Eventually, however, the fear would subside and go into emotional deepfreeze. 
 
    
 
   “That crippling fear would not resurface until you saw an open fire or flame again. When this happened it caused you to have the fearful and disabling emotions of a nine month baby. This would happen over and over again as you grew into adulthood. Each time you saw a fire or flame the emotions of that terrible day would thaw out leaving you controlled by the feelings of a nine-month baby. 
 
    
 
   “‘That’s exactly how I feel’, Luke shouted, ‘I feel like a helpless little baby and I don’t have a single thought that will help me escape it! 
 
    
 
   ‘So, are you suggesting that this has happened through the years as I was reliving the fire that destroyed my mother and brother? How do I get over this panic, this broken feeling?’ Luke questioned.
 
   
“I answered with a request, Luke, there’s a verse of Scripture I want you to memorize for our next session. I is John 14:27, ‘Peace I leave with you, my peace I give unto you: not as the world gives, give I unto you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid.’ Luke nodded and agreed to his assignment.”
 
    
 
   “In the following session together Luke and I reviewed his memory verse. I asked, Luke, you do realize this verse is a promise from Christ to Christians like us, right? Do you see that Jesus is offering His supernatural peace to His followers? Luke answered with an affirmative nod to both questions.
 
    
 
   “Christ came to live in your heart/spirit when you were saved and He lives there today. You have within you the Spirit of Christ to help you in times of need and He said that you could have His peace instead of your fear. Do you realize that Jesus Christ isn’t afraid of fire? Of course He isn’t, He walked around in fire when He delivered the Hebrews in Daniel chapter three.”
 
    
 
   


 
   
  
 




 
   Supernatural Peace
 
    
 
   Dr. Lambert continued explaining, “The same “Son of God” that delivered the three Hebrews can deliver you by releasing His peace into your heart and you can have His supernatural peace.  Luke thought on it and then acknowledged that this was what he wanted. At that point we agreed to prayed together and ask Jesus to give His peace to Luke for overcoming fear. Luke and I stayed in touch for years and he never mentioned battling with crippling fear again. He said that when he saw a flame, he would remember Jesus walking in the fire with the three Hebrews and he felt safe.”
 
    
 
   There are many Christians who feel as Luke did; clueless and helpless to deliver themselves. Many of us have fears, beliefs, attitudes, and behaviors to overcome for which we need an infusion of our Lord’s grace. I must admit that many times I have felt helpless and alone myself. It is good to use caution here because during these times we make major decisions; some good and others not so good- sometimes tragic. However, I have found that Christ is always ready to lead us into greater faith and maturity. You see, the Lord Jesus desires to take the lead in exercising His power through us in revealing Himself to the world. But He is waiting on our decision to trust and follow His lead. 
 
    
 
   In contrast, depending on our own strength, we have very limited overcoming power. I have found that failing to follow Christ’s leadership will always end in defeat. Through failure I have learned to identify with David’s agony when he said, “My wounds stink and are corrupt because of my foolishness” (Psalms 38:5). Therefore, it is after a life filled with many ups and downs, blessings and failures, that I offer the mystery of ‘The Indwelling Christ’ as the advantage every believer needs in overcoming all that life throws at us. And, it is for this reason I can say without any fear of contradiction, ‘The Believers Advantage is found in embracing the resources of Christ already abiding within us by His Spirit.’ It is Christ working through us and not us working for Him that counts in God’s Kingdom. We will break this down in the pages to follow.
 
    
 
   [*I met the late Dr. Lambert in April, 1976 in Madison, Wisconsin. Dr. Lambert had, over the years established himself as an effective Pastor and Counselor and was holding a five day clinic on Crises Counseling in which I was an attendee. The training I received in that one week laid the foundation for a training course now called the “The Believers Advantage” and is based on “The Indwelling Christ”. At one point during his five days of training, Dr. Lambert told Luke’s true story about overcoming fear. ]
 
    
 
   


 
   
  
 




 
   The Believer’s Advantage
 
   The Apostle Paul said his purpose and destiny was to preach Christ; warning all men and to teaching all men in all wisdom in order to present every man mature in Christ. His duty was to present Christ as our hope of salvation and of maturing in glory as well. 
 
   Paul proclaimed in Scripture, “The mystery which had been hid from ages and from generations, but now is made manifest to his saints. To whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles; which is Christ in you, the hope of glory Whom we preach warning every man and teaching every man in all wisdom; that we may present every man mature in Christ Jesus.  Whereunto I also labor, striving according to His (Christ) working, which (He) works in me mightily” (Colossians 1: 26-29).               
 
    The Christian has the advantage in life in every way. We have the Scriptures, we have the church, we’ve been born again and possess a clear conscience before God. Still, we have more than that; we have Jesus Christ living in and through us. This provides the Believer’s Advantage and therefore ground for a solid witness of God’s favor and grace in our home, community and in the marketplace.  
 
    
 
   The Believer’s Advantage is based on, “Christ in You the Hope of Glory”. As Christ lives His life through the believer, He will take each believer through the process needed to handle various pressures of life. Additionally, Christ releases His Spirit through the believer to present to the world a supernatural image of the living God. In this way we overcome temptations, weaknesses, fears, emotional damage, and ancestral leanings while possessing the power to act as ambassadors of the kingdom in behalf. In other words, living in Christ provides both; a life lived above the negative defeats and failures while offering positive opportunities for success and happiness. But, you ask, “Why is it important for God to dwell within believers? We will look into this now!
 
    
 
   


 
   
  
 




 
   THE REASON FOR CHRIST’S INDWELLING
 
   So what is God’s reason for sending the Spirit of Christ to live within you and me? Simply put, it is because God wants to be seen, heard and known among all nations and people and tongue in order to reclaim each one from his fallen state. Our Father wants to establish an image of Himself to the world that says He loves all of mankind and He wants us to bear witness of this truth. The writer of Proverbs said, “In all thy ways acknowledge him and he shall direct thy paths.” (Proverbs 3:6)
 
    
 
   In the beginning, Adam was created in God’s image but that image was marred. It wasn’t until thousands of years later, when Christ came, that a human vessel was worthy to reveal the image of God. The Apostle Paul says, it is Christ “Who is the image of the invisible God” (Colossians 1:15). But Christ didn’t come to be the original copy of God, only a reflection of Him in a body that would become a sacrifice for the sin of the world, (see Hebrews 10:5). 
 
    
 
   Christ went to the cross over 2,000 years ago to fulfill a prophetical sacrifice of Himself, bleed out His redemptive blood and die a substitutionary death. Afterwards, He was buried and arose three days later. But before He ascended back to Heaven, he renewed His promise to send His Spirit to empower all believers (Luke 24:49). His promise was kept on the day of Pentecost (Acts 2) and since then, God has produced reflections of Himself in the lives of believers of every age. 
 
    
 
   


 
   
  
 




 
   Reflecting or Reproducing
 
    
 
   It’s important to understand that He isn’t asking us to reproduce an image of Him but to simply reflect His image. Let me explain it this way. Did you look into a mirror this morning? Is your answer, yes? Then you got what you deserved! Everything you gave that mirror, you got right back again. Have you ever watched a mirror struggling or sweating to copy your image? No, of course not, it reproduces the object in front of it and it does it without effort. Why? A mirror doesn’t imitate something or someone else; it only reflects that image. In this metaphor, you are the object of the image being reflected.
 
    
 
   Now, try surprising a mirror sometime by jumping to the side in order to leave your image on the mirror. It can’t be done. Again, it is because the mirror reproduces an image of you, the object. The mirror is doing its job when it reflects an image of the object. This is why God isn’t asking us to be the object; He is the object and we are to reflect His image. If God is taken out of our lives He can’t be understood by the world.  We are His reflection and it is our job to make Him known or visible so that men might believe and be saved.
 
   The natural man fails at religion because of his inability to produce an image of the supernatural God. No matter how hard we try, we can’t produce a proper image of God in our flesh because, “the flesh lusts (fights) against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh, and these are contrary the one to the other, so that you cannot do the things you would” (Galatians 5:17). What we need is a relationship that abides in Christ so that He reflects our God through His Spirit working in us.
 
   The believer has this relationship with Christ, “and if Christ be in you, the body is dead because of sin; but the Spirit is life because of righteousness. If the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you, he that raised up Christ from the dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies by his Spirit that dwells in you” (Romans 8:10,11)
 
   So, you ask, is it really possible that God would live in a human body today? We only need to hear the words of Scripture to believe this. The Apostle John recorded these words of Jesus, “Abide in me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, except it abide in the vine; no more can you, except you abide in me. I am the vine, you are the branches: He that abides in me, and I in him, the same brings forth much fruit: for without me you can do nothing” (John 15:4, 5). 
 
   And again from the Apostle Paul, “Know you not that you are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwells in you? If any man defile the temple of God, him shall God destroy; for the temple of God is holy, which temple ye are” (I Corinthians 3:16-17). Look at this with me as we consider the fact that Christ lives in you and me as believers.
 
   


 
   
  
 




 
   THE REALITY OF THE INDWELLING CHRIST
 
   Before His death, the Lord Jesus promised to send another Comforter to abide with us forever. Actually, this would be the Spirit of Christ, also called the Holy Spirit, to indwell each and every believer. But, keep in mind that this was a new doctrine because the Holy Spirit didn’t take up permanent dwelling in believers in the Old Testament. The Holy Spirit would “come upon” them during times of special need as with Samson, Elijah and other prophets.
 
   Listen to what Jesus promised, “And I will pray the Father, and he shall give you another Comforter, that he may abide with you forever;  Even the Spirit of truth; whom the world cannot receive, because it sees him not, neither knows him: but you know him; for He dwells with you, and shall be in you. I will not leave you comfortless: I will come to you” (John 14:16-18).
 
   The Apostle Paul picks up on this and says, “But you are not in the flesh, but in the Spirit, if the Spirit of God dwells in you. Now if any man has not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of his” (Romans 8:9). “Know you not that you are the temple of God, and that the Spirit of God dwells in you?” (I Cor. 3:16).
 
    
 
   Notice, in addition to being called the Spirit of Truth, Paul calls the Holy Spirit the Spirit of God and the Spirit of Christ. Paul makes it clear that anyone who doesn’t have the Spirit of God isn’t saved. According to this, every born again believer has the Holy Spirit.
 
    
 
   


 
   
  
 




 
   One With Christ
 
    
 
   Not only is Christ in us and we are in Him but Christ and the believer become one. We see this in the second chapter of Ephesians. Here we are taught that Christ produces oneness in two areas: First, He produces unity through peace between the sinner and God by baptizing the sinner into Himself and He being baptized into the sinner. Romans 6 covers this very well. 
 
    
 
   At salvation the Holy Spirit places us in Christ and He in us. This means that we were in Christ on the cross, notice verse 3, “Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death?” In verse 4 we see that water baptism is an image (a picture, a likeness) of Christ death on the cross, His burial and resurrection. “Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life”. Everyone was at enmity with God until Christ made peace with God through the sacrifice of Himself on the cross (verses 1-10). 
 
    
 
   Second, we are reminded of the enmity between the Jews and Gentiles as they were divided by the Law of Moses. The Jews took the position that Gentiles were unclean because they kept not the law and, therefore, they should separate themselves from all Gentiles.  Christ fulfilled every demand of the law in behalf of Jew and Gentile alike. Therefore, He brought unity between them by making Peace with God. This is evidenced in the church where both the Jew and Gentile are one and without difference because of Christ’s death on the cross (Ephesians 2:11-18). 
 
    
 
   The “But God” in verse 4 and the “But now” in verse 13 show us that Christ, who is our peace, made it possible for both to become one. Christ in us and all believers in His Church are one. Paul says, “For he is our peace, who has made both one, and hasbroken down the middle wall of partition between us: (Ephesians 2:14). Now, what does Oneness in Christ look like? First, we will consider an analogy and then the Scripture.
 
    
 
   


 
   
  
 




 
   Ohio and Mississippi Rivers
 
    
 
   When traveling west on I-24 from Paducah, Kentucky, you cross over the Ohio and Mississippi Rivers, one immediately after the other. When looking downstream from either bridge you can see the rivers merging and running side by side for about 2-3 miles or as far as you can see. This is obvious because the Mississippi River is muddy and the Ohio River is clear.  It may take as much as 10 miles, but before long both rivers are lost in each other. To be certain, both rivers merge into one and remain so as they pour into the Gulf of Mexico. However, it is humanly impossible to divide them again but it isn’t impossible with God. God can take every drop, one at a time, and tell you where and when it fell to the ground, into which river (s) it flowed and how long it took. 
 
    
 
   The writer of the book of Hebrews reinforces the fact that God can separate what man cannot separate. Man cannot divide the soul from the spirit as it says here, “For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any two edged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart” (Hebrews 4:12). This is the way it is for Christ and the believer. Humanly speaking, we can’t distinguish or divide between the soul and the spirit or the thoughts and intents of the heart but God can. When the Spirit of Christ unites with our spirit, we become one and will remain one until we are presented to the Father by Him.
 
    
 
   When Christ is invited into our heart, He enters in the person of the Holy Spirit. God is a Spirit and Christ enters into us as Spirit. A spirit doesn’t have a body and has no boundaries. Our spirit has no boundaries and that is where the Holy Spirit has come to reside- in us and us in Him. Once Christ is in us we cannot distinguish one from the other because we are one. Now, think with me, does my spirit live in my legs or arms or mouth; yet take away my spirit from my body and my legs won’t move, my hands won’t grasp and my mouth won’t speak.
 
    
 
   In the same way, once I have the Spirit of Christ, He walks in me using my legs, He uses my hands and mouth. He sees through my eyes and feels with my heart and more. He is one with me in my Spirit and I am one with Him.  Now before we get to the practical application, let’s look at the following ways Christ is manifesting the reality of Himself in us and we in Him as One.
 
    
 
   


 
   
  
 




 
   Christ Walking In You And You Walking In Christ
 
            “As God has said, I will dwell in them, and walk in them; and I will be their God, and they shall be my people” (II Cor. 6:16b). 
 
            “This I say then, walk in the Spirit, and you shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh.  If we live in the Spirit, let us also walk in the Spirit” (Galatians 5:16 and 25). 
 
            “As you have received Christ Jesus the Lord, so walk in him” (Col. 2:6).
 
    
 
   


 
   
  
 




 
   The Mind Of Christ In You 
 
            Let this mind be in you, which was also in Christ Jesus:

   The Spirit Of Christ Speaking Through You 
 
    
 
            “But when they deliver you up, take no thought how or what you shall speak: for it shall be given you in that same hour what you shall speak, for it is not you that speaks, but the Spirit of your Father which speaks in you” (Matthew 10: 19, 20). 
 
            “For David himself said by the Holy Ghost, the Lord said to my Lord, Sit on my right hand, until I make your enemies your footstool” (Mark 12:36).
 
            “The Spirit of the Lord spoke by me, and his word was in my tongue” (II Samuel 23:3).
 
            “Again, he limited a certain day, saying in David, ‘Today, after so long a time; as it is said, today if you will hear his voice, harden not your hearts’ “ (Hebrews 4:7).
 
            “Since you seek a proof of Christ speaking in me…” (II Corinthians 13:3).
 
    
 
   Note here that if the Holy Spirit of Christ spoke through us as a separate person we would need to take turns speaking. But He has chosen to become one with us just like the Ohio and Mississippi Rivers pour out into the Gulf of Mexico as one river. The Lord Jesus prayed for this oneness in His prayer, “That they all may be one; as you, Father, are in me, and I in you, that they also may be one in us: that the world may believe that you have sent me. And the glory which you gave me I have given them; that they may be one, even as we are one” (John 17:21, 22). Does anyone think they can divide the Father from the Son or the Holy Spirit? We can’t but He can because He is God.
 
   Ok, we are down to the question, how does “Christ in me” manifest Himself so as to reveal the image of God through me and to the world and why? Let’s tackle this two part question now. 
 
   


 
   
  
 




 
   REVEALING THE INDWELLING CHRIST
 
   The Apostle Paul said that revealing Christ to the world was the reason for his birth and is his purpose in life, “But when it pleased God, who separated me from my mother's womb, and called me by his grace to reveal his Son in me” (Galatians 1:15, 16a). “To whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles; which is Christ in you, the hope of glory whom we preach, warning every man, and teaching every man in all wisdom; that we may present every man perfect(mature) in Christ Jesus” (Colossians 1: 27-28).
 
   The Lord Jesus prayed for this revealing as well, “I in them, and you in me, that they may be made perfect (mature) in one; and that the world may know that you have sent me, and have loved them, as you have loved me” (John 17:23).
 
   Christ came into my life that I might experience His grace. As I yield to Christ, He releases who He is in me. Let’s look at how Christ is released in and revealed through us.
 
    
 
   Christ’s Peace Released In Me, John 14:27
 
   Bethany Hamilton loved the Lord and she loved surfing. On October 31, 2003, at the age of 13, Hamilton went for an early morning surf along Tunnels Beach, Kauai with best friend Alana Blanchard and Alana's father and brother. Around 7:30 a.m., with numerous turtles in the area, she was lying on her surfboard with her left arm dangling in the water, when a 14 to 15 foot tiger shark attacked her, severing her left arm just below the shoulder. 
 
   The Blanchards helped paddle her back to shore, then Alana's father fashioned a tourniquet out of a surfboard leash and wrapped it around the stump of her arm before she was rushed to Wilcox Memorial Hospital. By the time she arrived there, she had lost over 60% of her blood. Her father, who was scheduled to have knee surgery that morning, was already at the hospital, but she took his place in the operating room. She then spent seven more days in recovery at the hospital.
 
   Despite the trauma of the incident, Hamilton was determined to return to surfing. Less than one month after the incident she returned to her board. Initially, she adopted a custom-made board that was longer and slightly thicker than standard and had a handle for her right arm, making it easier to paddle, and she learned to kick more to make up for the loss of her left arm. After teaching herself to surf with one arm, on January 10, 2004, she entered a major competition. She now uses standard competitive performance short-boards. Bethany has won places in several competitions since then. 
 
   Bethany Hamilton’s story is really about her Christian faith and how her courage in the face of tremendous fear brought her through. It was courage instead of panic that helped to save her life and it was the same courage that revealed the image of God to those who hear her story. Her story was made into a movie and is also found on Wikipedia’s website under her name.  
 
   Jesus said, “Peace I leave with you, my peace I give unto you: not as the world gives, give I unto you. Let not your heart be troubled, neither let it be afraid” (John 14:27). It is clear from this verse that Jesus is speaking of His peace as separate and different from the peace the world gives. He has become one with our spirit and He has all of the peace we would ever need. We simply need to receive His peace once He releases it within us and you are about to discover how this happens.
 
   Fear robs us of our peace of mind and heart and is the work of the enemy. Our Lord often says, “Fear not” to his disciples. The Believers Advantage includes the ability to stay focused in the face of devastating fear by accessing that peace which passes all understanding. 
 
   


 
   
  
 




 
   Fear of Flying
 
   A Jumbo Jet usually takes turbulence well but the split second our plane hit air pockets every fear flying in her was awakened. It wasn’t very bad turbulence, but enough that the woman next to me reached for her handkerchief to dry her sweaty palms. She didn’t speak but her facial muscles had tightened, her eyes were wide open and all of the color in her face was gone. She was speaking volumes without saying a word. But I’ve jumped ahead of my story so let’s start back at the beginning. It was September, 2010…
 
   The flight was from Manila to Davao, Philippines and it was the last leg of my 10,000 mile trip. I anticipated a comfortable flight aboard this Philippine Airlines 747 Jumbo Jet with clear weather predicted all the way.  My seat was next to a middle aged, professional looking woman. Next to her was a casually dressed, polite young man in his mid-twenties. We politely exchanged introductions while patiently awaiting clearance for takeoff. “My name is Edna”, she said with the warmth and politeness of the Philippine culture with which I have long loved and appreciated. 
 
   By the  time our plane had leveled off at 38,000 feet and we were twenty minutes into our two hour flight, I felt comfortable enough to ask Edna personal questions such as, “Is Davao your home?, Have you been visiting relatives? Oh, I see, what professional services do you provide? Do you have a large business? My questions matured as she continued to tell me all about her life, work, husband and children. 
 
   As we talked further, I realized she was highly educated and a woman with influence in her professional business field. I mentioned our ministry and how we planned to help homeless children in the Philippines. As it happened, she had involvement in helping “Street Children”, as she called them. Our conversation was interrupted while we listened to the flight attendant but after a few quiet moments she went back to sharing her thoughts. Talking was keeping her mind off her worst nightmare, a watery grave.
 
   As I mentioned, she pulled a handkerchief from her purse and began to gently dry her hands while, at the same time, confessing her nervousness. She said, “Thank you for talking with me. When I fly the palms of my hands sweat and my feet get wet”. Using impeccable English, she continued our conversation. “I always go to Mass before I fly but this is the first time I wasn’t able to go”.
 
   Realizing the amazing courage required for this woman to overcome her fear and board this plane increase my respect for her. Now, our conversation was helping her to avoid the thoughts running through her mind. This seemed to be my queue and it wasn’t long that I asked the most important question she would ever hear, “Edna, if the Captain lost control of this plane and we plunged into the sea, do you know 100% for sure that you would go to heaven if you died?” Now, to be honest, I can’t say that my question gave her comfort but, to be sure, I had her attention!  
 
   This started a delicate conversation as I continued, “If I could show you what God says you must know to guarantee you’re going to heaven, would you do what He says if you could?” She nodded in the affirmative as she carefully considered my every word. From there I explained the plan God provided for us to have our sins forgiven and the assurance of a place in heaven when we die. 
 
   Step by step I walked her through the five universal and non-optional truths necessary to go to Heaven. Then I asked, “Edna, if Jesus would accept you just as you are, would you accept Him just as he is?” She nodded yes. “May I pray for you right now?”, I asked and to which she agreed. Then I asked her to repeat after me the sinner’s prayer of “repentance toward God and faith toward our Lord Jesus Christ” (Acts 20:21). This she did from a very sincere heart and with a broken voice. Additionally, she was asked to repeat a prayer to overcome her fear which we will get to shortly. Wiping tears from her eyes she said, “thank you for praying with me”. Then she said, looking through teary eyes, “My hands are not sweaty and my feet are no longer wet. I’m not afraid now!” With a smile, I said, “You may have missed Mass but you found Jesus.” She smiled.
 
   Edna learned that it is impossible to go to heaven on her own merit and that Christ’s righteousness is received by faith. Secondly, she also asked Christ to release supernatural peace over her fear of flying and death. Many Christians never grow beyond receiving Christ and never realize the power and grace He offers. Victorious living begins by acknowledging His Lordship. His desire is to be Captain of our lives and allow us to become all that He is. John says, “as He is, so are we in this world” (I John 4:17).
 
   


 
   
  
 




 
   Fear of Water
 
   Over a period of 1 ½ years I met three women who wanted to be baptized but couldn’t for a fear of water. Actually the first was only 7 years old and the other two were 22 and 38 years of age. The first one was named Rose, a young girl who had recently received Christ and wanted to get baptized. So much so, that her parents asked to discuss it with me. I agreed to talk with Rose and then I saw, for myself, that her determination for baptism was sincere but she was afraid of water. Her parents said her fear wouldn’t allow her to stay in a bathtub with 6 inches of water. We prayed and she was baptized the next Sunday without any fear of water whatsoever. How did she pray the prayer that gave her such victory? We are getting there, just be patient please.
 
    
 
   Sharon was a 22 year old wife and mother of a baby girl. I met her when my partner and I were out inviting people to church. She invited us in for some ice tea and we had the joy of leading her to Christ. I proceeded to explain the importance of baptism and she began to panic. It happened that she was so terrified of water that she couldn’t take a shower unless there was less than one inch of water in the tub. She required that the shower curtain be open and the door open as well. It was difficult to get her to even say the prayer but she got there. She called a couple days later saying that she had decided to get baptized after all and that her fear was gone. When she was baptized there was not any sign of fear when she was totally submerged in baptism.
 
    
 
   I met 38 year old Peggy, in Tennessee, and she happily trusted Christ but she had a fear of water also. We explained to her like the others, that Christ wasn’t afraid of water- He walks on it! She prayed and was baptized without any signs of fear. Here is the prayer I shared with all three…
 
    
 
   “Dear Lord Jesus, you live in my heart and you are not afraid of water. Please release your peace into my heart and allow me to experience it the way you do. Amen”
 
    
 
   I have prayed with individuals who were afraid of flying, surgery, dying and many other phobias and without fail Christ’s peace set them free. He wants to live His peace out through you and reveal the image of the Invisible God to someone near you, as well. What is your fear? Read the prayer above and replace water with your personal fear and ask Jesus to release His peace in your heart to deal with it. Then give God time as it may happen right away or it could be the next day but it will happen quietly and powerfully in you.
 
    
 
    
 
   


 
   
  
 




 
   Christ’s Love Released In Me, John 17: 26
 
    
 
   The Scripture teaches that God is love and that God lives in us in the person of Christ. Therefore, doesn’t it stand to reason that God’s love could be released in us and through us? Of course it does. First let’s see clearly that Christ’s love is placed in our hearts by the Holy Spirit. The Scripture says, “And hope makes not ashamed; because the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us” (Romans 5:5). The Lord Jesus concluded His prayer with these words, “And I have declared unto them your name, and will declare it: that the love wherewith you have loved me may be in them, and I in them” (John 17: 26).
 
    
 
    
 
   Agape
 
    
 
   By way of note, it is important to understand that three words in the Greek manuscripts that are all translated into our English word- Love.
 
    
 
   1)      The Greek word, Eros (Prov. 7:18) is translated love.  This is “If Love” because it is based on satisfying physical lust. It says I love you if you satisfy my lust. Many young men and women have been led astray by this carnal use of the word love.
 
    
 
   2)      The Greek word, Philao (John 11:11) is translated love.  This is “Because of Love” and is based on an act of friendship. Mary said to Jesus, “he whom you loveis sick” and Jesus said to His disciples, “Our friendLazarus sleeps” (John 11: 3, 11). The word here is Philao which is brotherly or friendship love. The name Philadelphia comes from this root word. It is the city of Brotherly Love. Isn’t it wonderful to have loving friends? This is the proper Greek word for friendship love.
 
    
 
   3)      The Greek word, Agape (John 3:16) is translated love.  This is “In spite of” love. Divine Love is one that loves without reason, limitation or end. This love doesn’t see our weaknesses or faults but focuses on the value of our soul to God. This love sacrifices its self to benefit others. This is John 3:16 love, “For God so loved the world that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life”. Agape is the Greek word that represents God’s love for you and for me!
 
    
 
   As a Christian it is this “Agape” love that is in you and me as believers! This is the love of Christ and only needs to be released through us to reveal God’s own image to the world. The best time for this love to be revealed will be when we discover how much we dislike a person or situation. The light of love shines the brightest in the darkest of places.
 
    
 
   


 
   
  
 




 
   Wisconsin Dells
 
    
 
   I met Robert and Becky when they attended a Couples Retreat near the Wisconsin Dells where I was speaking. In one session I spoke on “Christ in You the Hope of Glory” and I explained that Christ would release His love in each of us and we could love others with His perfect love. I asked the husbands, “Does Christ, who lives in your heart, love your wife? If He released His love into your heart for your wife and she was drawn to you as the source of Christ’s love, could that help your relationship?” 
 
    
 
   How about your children or parents or neighbors or your boss? I asked the wives the same questions and we all prayed together for Christ to release his love in our hearts that we might experience it the way He does. I saw this same couple a year later and they explained how that prayer had made such a wonderful impact in their marriage.
 
    
 
   Try the prayer that Robert and Becky prayed, “Lord Jesus, you live in my heart and you love my husband/wife and children perfectly. Please release your love for them- (say the name) in my heart and love him/her through me. Amen”. 
 
    
 
   Christ’s Power Released In Me, Matthew 10:1; 28: 18-20
 
    
 
   In July of 1982, I met a 40 year old widow and mother of two who lived in Louisville, Kentucky. Her name was Marge and her children were ages 8 and 10 years. The doctor’s diagnosis was bone cancer and she was given six months to live. I had been asked to visit this woman and pray with her by a dear friend of hers. When we sat down in her home she was noticeably emotional as she talked about dying and leaving her two young children without family to care for them. 
 
   After talking awhile and taking in those heartbreaking details, I gently spoke with her and said, “I can appreciate the pain you must be feeling as you prepare to leave your children without any assurance of how they will live without you. It must be so very difficult for you to bear this burden alone.” She nodded in tearful agreement.
 
    
 
   I continued by asking, “Marge, will you ever see them again?” “Who”, she asked? “Your children, will you ever see them again in heaven?” I repeated. This was a question she wasn’t prepared to answer. I began to lovingly explain to her how God created the world in order to have relationships with His creation. But Satan set out immediately to destroy those relationships by tempting and deceiving Adam and Eve into sin. 
 
    
 
   This disobedience introduced sin into the world and throughout the ages men have sinned. Their sin and our sin is what caused Jesus such awful pain on the Cross. It was His death for us that God required to atone for our sin. I explained that, “God wants you and me to feel remorse and sorrow for the sufferings our life added to Jesus pain. Jesus wants you to know that He loves you so much that He willingly suffered in your place so you could go to heaven”.  
 
    
 
   She wept as she saw her life in the light of the cross. She understood that putting faith in His sacrifice would give her eternal life and she sweetly accepted Christ that day. 
 
    
 
   I went on to explain the Scripture on healing. She was anointed with oil and a prayer of faith was offered for her healing. We left the decision in God’s merciful hands to do His will in her life or death. God always does best when matters are left in His care. God did heal her of cancer and she did live beyond six months; in fact, lived to see her two children graduate, get married and have children of their own.    Spiritual Power
 
    
 
   Paul says, “The Gospel… is the Power of God unto salvation” (Romans 1:16). This is possible because of Christ’s victory on the cross. It is the Holy Spirit of Christ living in us that gives us the power to present His salvation message to others. God wants the believer to live out the evidence of the Gospel as that same power is in us, “But if the Spirit of him that raised up Jesus from the dead dwell in you, He that raised Christ up from the dead shall also quicken your mortal bodies by His Spirit that dwells in you.” (Romans 8:11).
 
    
 
   This is power that reveals the image of God in you. The Lord Jesus said this power is available through us, “In the last day, that great day of the feast, Jesus stood and cried, saying, If any man thirst, let him come unto me, and drink.  He that believeth on me, as the scripture hath said, out of his belly shall flow rivers of living water.” (John 7:37, 38).  Our Lord is saying that the living water, who is the Spirit of Christ, will flow from a believer to witness to the lost or comfort the hurting. When we speak to others we would do well to stop and ask for the Holy Spirit’s power to be released in our heart to flow to others. 
 
    
 
   I learned the power of this truth when reading the autobiography of Hudson Taylor, Medical Missionary to China in the 19th Century. He said John 7:37, 38 was the prayer on his lips whenever he needed the anointing to speak or represent Christ. He prayed it this way, “Lord, you said that if I believed on you that rivers of water (the Holy Spirit) would flow through me. I do believe so release that water.” He said that it never failed that the power of God would immediately settle on him when he said that prayer. This has been true in my experience as well.
 
    
 
   Christ’s power is available for salvation, witnessing, for healing, and for overcoming the many trials and temptations in life. These are all opportunities to make known the Invisible God to those all around us.
 
    
 
   Christ’s Forgiveness Released In Me, II Cor. 2:10, 11
 
    
 
   Have you ever been hurt so deeply by someone that you can’t forgive them? You have tried but you just can’t, right? I have talked to more than I can count who have said, “I will never forgive them” or “I can’t forgive them” or “I hate them and I will never forgive them as long as I live.”
 
    
 
   Over the years, several women who, at one time or another, were molested sexually have come to me for counseling. They were raped or otherwise sexually violated by family or friends of family and sometimes by total strangers. Most of the stories are similar in that these women were taken advantage of either as children or young women and each was left with lifelong wounds or scars and in need of inner healing. This kind of sin deeply touches the heart of Christ and He longs to reach out to these individuals with His loving and healing touch.    Raped 
 
    
 
   Faith was raped multiple times by her father throughout her childhood and teen years. At this time she was in her forties and hadn’t seen him but a couple times since she left home. He was hospitalized and was given only a few days to live. Now he was asking for her. She hadn’t seen him for many years and was still bitter but reminded herself that he was her father. Faith said she wanted to see him before he died, but the anger and bitterness controlled her emotions so strongly that she also felt she didn’t care if he died. This inner conflict was causing her deep unrest in her spirit which is why she came to see me.
 
    
 
   When she was questioned about forgiving him she explained that she just could not ever forgive him for what he took from her and for the pain he caused in her life. I explained that forgiveness was God’s gift to her and that bitterness allowed her father’s actions to keep a stranglehold on her life and emotions.
 
    
 
   I reviewed how “Christ in Her” was the answer and asked if she believed Jesus could forgive him for what he did to her. She said she believed that Jesus could forgive him but she reinforced the fact that she could not. I explained how Christ wants to release His forgiveness into her heart so she can experience it the way He does. 
 
    
 
   She accepted the promise of Colossians 1:27 and said the prayer by faith. The next day she was able to visit her father in the hospital. She gave him a kiss and expressed her love for him. The next day I was able to lead him to Christ. This all took place just three days before he died. Faith now lives in peace holding no bitterness toward her father and is no longer in bondage to the anger that once enslaved her.  
 
    
 
   Note: It is important to remember that though we can and are commanded to forgive, we can’t pardon anyone. Only God can pardon a person for their sins and vengeance belongs to Him. Her father’s sin was removed when he trusted Christ and he was pardoned but God was glorified in his salvation. We should hate sin but love the sinner.
 
    
 
   


 
   
  
 




 
   Abused
 
    
 
   I remember talking to Sonny. He was a middle aged father of three and a successful business man. His father was a cold hearted man who had instilled bitterness in Sonny so deeply that he couldn’t forgive him. It happened that I was a guest of his Pastor who shared Sonny’s story with me. The Pastor explained that Sonny’s father was in the hospital in critical condition and that Sonny wouldn’t visit and worse yet, he didn’t care if his father died and went to hell. Upon hearing this I ask if he could arrange a meeting with the three of us.
 
   When we met together and Sonny was comfortable in the conversation I asked him about his father to which I got the same angry story I heard from his Pastor. I explained the verse in Ephesians 4:32, “And be ye kind one to another, tenderhearted, forgiving one another, even as God for Christ's sake hath forgiven you”. He said he already knew that verse but his father had hurt him so much that he couldn’t ever forgive him.  
 
   So I took him to II Cor. 2:10, 11 where Paul said to the Corinthian Church, “To whom ye forgive anything, I forgive also: for if I forgave anything, to whom I forgave it, for your sakes I forgave it in the person of Christ lest Satan should get an advantage of us: for we are not ignorant of his devices”. 
 
   I explained to him that Paul’s own power of forgiveness wasn’t strong enough to forgive everyone so he learned to allow Christ’s forgiveness to pass through him and he forgave with Christ’s forgiveness. I asked Sonny, “Can Jesus forgive your father?” he said yes. I asked, “Does Christ live in your heart?” Again, he nodded his head to say yes. I asked Sonny if he would want Jesus to release forgiveness into his heart as He did for Paul. Again he agreed so I said I wanted to pray for him. After binding Satan and pulling down the stronghold of bitterness Satan was using against him, I asked Sonny to repeat a prayer after me.
 
   Here is the short version of the prayer of Faith Sonny prayed. “Lord Jesus, you live in my heart. I know you are a forgiving God and that you can forgive my father. I am angry at him and I can’t forgive him so please release your forgiveness into my heart and let me experience it the way you do. Amen.”
 
   That evening the Pastor got a call from Sonny. He had forgiven his father and wanted the Pastor to go with him to the hospital and see his dad! Sonny’s life was changed after his decision to say that prayer by faith. 
 
   Christ’s Wisdom Released In Me, I Corinthians 1:30
 
    
 
   A young man in Louisville, Kentucky was having trouble understanding the Gospel message. His wife said she had explained salvation to him many times and he heard evangelistic sermons from her pastor several times but still couldn’t understand his need to be saved. A meeting was arranged and they explained the problem to me over a hamburger and coke. I asked a few questions but there didn’t seem to be a reason for his problem. 
 
   He was very intelligent and alert. He had a good job and seemed to be a man of responsibility and respect. In every way he seemed to be intelligent and emotionally sound but he still couldn’t get it. I looked to God for wisdom and it occurred to me that we needed to pray for God to remove the blindness that Satan was using against him. After praying and pulling down the stronghold of unbelief and confusion, I explained the Gospel again and he enthusiastically received Christ as His Savior. He was baptized the very next Wednesday evening at his church. Since then I have learned to ask Jesus to release His wisdom before praying for someone else.
 
   


 
   
  
 




 
   Procrastination
 
   A friend of mine prayed asking for Christ’s wisdom to be released in his heart before visiting a church member’s husband in the hospital. This man had often been visited by pastors, deacons or evangelists through the years and was always amiable but wouldn’t get saved. When asked about his salvation, he always had the same answer, “I am just not ready. I want to get saved, but I am not ready just yet” he said. 
 
   When my friend heard these words it occurred to him that there was a stronghold in his life. My friend then asked to pray and he pulled down the stronghold of procrastination that kept this man from Christ. After the brief prayer, my friend asked if he would like to receive Christ. He responded with surprise and said, “Yes, I want to get saved right now, today! He had been set free and then he wanted to receive Christ!  
 
   The Apostle says our Wisdom comes from Christ. “But of him are you in Christ Jesus, who of God is made unto uswisdom, and righteousness, and sanctification, and redemption”(I Cor. 1:30).  
 
    
 
   Christ’s Faith Released In Me, Galatians 2:20
 
    
 
   When my oldest daughter was eleven years old she fell off the back of a neighbor’s porch and seriously damaged her elbow. I took her to a chiropractor friend because I thought he could adjust the arm back to normal. Upon examining her arm, however, he said I should take her to the Emergency Room for medical help. He said the damage to her arm required more than an adjustment. Her injury was a lot worse that I thought. 
 
   After hearing that news we had to run by the house. Once at home she began to cry out in terrible pain. As I was walking toward her, she was on her way to find me. We met half way in the hall of our home and I took her little arm in my hand and began to pray. To my surprise, before I finished praying she had stopped crying. 
 
   After the prayer I asked her how bad it was hurting and she said it wasn’t hurting at all. In fact, she could move it all around without any pain whatsoever! At the time of this writing, she is 44 years old and from that day to this she hasn’t experienced any difficulty with her arm whatsoever. God totally healed her arm in the instant we said a prayer of faith.  
 
   In eastern Kentucky, Lois couldn’t stand at her grandson’s casket to say goodbye without her knees giving away. She was helped to a seat and I explained how Christ isn’t crippled by death, but He conquerors death by His faith in God. She prayed the prayer and asked Jesus to release His faith and peace into her heart. Before long she was transformed and was taking others to view the little boy’s body and offering encouragement and hope to them. She also was bringing me a steady flow of family members to either lead to Christ or to help them trust God by faith.  
 
    
 
   The Apostle Paul gave his testimony, “I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ lives in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me” (Galatians 2:20). 
 
    
 
   Paul said that he lived by Christ’s faith. The Book of Romans (12:3) says that “God hath dealt to every man the measure of faith”. The Scripture teaches that we can have “no faith”, “little faith”, “great faith” and that our faith can be “strengthened”, but to live the Supernatural Christian life we need to have Christ’s faith released into our spirit so we can experience victory the way He does.
 
    
 
   There have been times of great need when I faced great challenges. During these times I knew my faith was insufficient for the task and Jesus would release His faith in my heart. God always shows Himself strong when Christ is allowed to work through us in all we do. He did it then and He will do it now.
 
    
 
   Christ’s Joy Released In Me, John 15: 11
 
   A young man was deeply embittered by the failure of other Christians and was near taking his own life when I saw him. He had no joy in his life and was clearly angry. His anger was eating away his life and he had started to blame God. He did pray and ask for Christ’s joy to be released in his life along with forgiveness, love and peace. That was a total turning point for him and he got his own joy back plus had Christ’s Joy flowing in his life.
 
    
 
   Hear the words of the Lord Jesus, “These things have I spoken unto you, that my joy might remain in you, and that your joy might be full” (John 15:11). The Lord said that we have our joy but our joy can be full when His joy is released in us. Now, you may ask, “why does His faith need to be released in addition to my salvation?” 
 
    
 
   Simple! If all Christians have Jesus and His joy is in everyone, then all Christians would be joyful all of the time, which isn’t the case, is it? On the other hand, when we request Christ’s joy to be released in our heart we can have joy unspeakable and full of glory (I Peter 1:8) and the joy of the Lord shall be our strength (Nehemiah 8:10). Sometimes our sin or disobedience drives the joy of Christ away and we need to seek repentance and forgiveness to reclaim what we lost.
 
    
 
   The point here is that when Christ is “Revealed In Us” it is for the salvation and maturity of others and causes rejoicing in our hearts. The Psalmist said it well,“And he has put a new song in my mouth, even praise unto our God: many shall see it, and fear, and shall trust in the Lord” (Psalms 40:3).
 
    
 
   My brother died in 1973 at age 22. He worked to save enough to pay cash for his college. He sold his Corvette and enrolled in college with a major in juvenile law. However, he was on a date driving through the hills of Eastern Kentucky in his little Volkswagen, the gas saver that replaced his corvette, when a gust of wind blew him off the road and upon hitting a tree his neck was broken and he died immediately. His date’s leg was broken and she was shaken up but was otherwise fine.
 
    
 
   I was in my second year of college when my mother called at 3am to give me the terrible news. Don and I were close and my heart filled with grief as I set in the dark living room thinking about what just happened. As I prayed the Lord filled me with His grace and joy. I realized Don was with Jesus and he was just fine where he was and wouldn’t want to come back if he could.
 
    
 
   I stayed up the rest of the night and worked on my car until the afternoon the next day. We left for home about 4PM arriving in the early the next day. I got a couple hours sleep and then was up another 20 hours. My parents asked me if I wanted to deliver the message at Don’s funeral to which I agreed. I spoke lovingly about Don and shared the plan of salvation from Scripture.  We had 47 young adults and relatives receive Christ at the service. Some of them eventually went into the ministry. 
 
   The point is that I went nearly four days on the “joy of the Lord” that replaced the despair and hopelessness I had in my heart that dreadful morning.
 
   God has shared His Glory with us but the only way to experience that glory is Christ living His life through us. Christ is willing to release all He is into our lives if we are willing, by faith, to yield all of our selves to Him as Lord. The Scripture says, “Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God” (Hebrews 12:2).
 
   Try using this prayer when you are getting low in your spirit. “Lord Jesus, you live in my heart and you have offered me your joy. Please release Your joy into my heart so that I can experience joy the way you do and overcome this pain and loss that I feel.    THE REWARD OF CHRIST LIVING IN YOU
 
   This story begins in Genesis where Abraham met Melchisedec, the Priest of Peace. The Scriptures teach that Abraham knew he was standing in the presence of a holy man and he gave him a tithe of all his spoil. The writer of the New Testament book of Hebrews tells us, “And as I may say, Levi also, who received tithes, paid tithes ‘ in’ Abraham  for he was yet ‘ in’ the loins of his father, when Melchisedec met him” (Hebrews 7:9, 10).
 
   The writer is saying that Levi, who was born 400 years after this story, also paid tithes to Melchisedec when he was in Abraham’s loins, as a seed not yet born. This may sound strange at first but the same thing happened with all of the seed of Adam. It was Adam who transgressed the commandment of God and plunged the whole human race into rebellion and sin against a Holy God. 
 
    
 
   Since we were all in Adam as a seed, unborn as yet, and before our time, we have inherited Adam’s sin nature. We are actually as responsible as Adam was for rebelling against God. This is because we were in him as a seed, just like I was in my father as a seed before I was born. Now look at your own life and judge if you have reached perfection. The reason is that we still walk about with Adams nature to sin.
 
    
 
   In the same way we inherited the consequences of Adam’s disobedience because we were in him as a seed and in the same way that Levi was credited for worshipping God with a generous offering when he was in Abraham as a seed, so also once we are born of Christ’s seed, we inherit all of the righteous actions of Christ because we were in Him as a seed. The moment we were born of Christ’s seed and baptized into Him we were always in Him. The Holy Spirit baptizes (places) us into Him and Him into us (Romans chapter six). His seed was always in Him and we were born of His seed. Therefore we were always in Christ.
 
    
 
   This is how we receive Christ’s righteousness by faith. When Christ comes into our spirit we are credited for all of the righteous things He ever did. When He turned the water into wine, we were in Him. When he called multitudes of fish into Peter’s net, we were there and in Him as a seed. When He fed the multitude, raised a little girl from the dead, caused the blind man to see and healed the leprous men we were in Him. In fact, all that He did, we were there and we have received credit for it and shall share in His inheritance.
 
   Paul said that he was in Christ on the cross. How? He was in Him on the cross as a seed still unborn. When Paul was saved, that seed was placed in Paul’s spirit, he was born anew and received the righteousness of Christ which included all He ever did on this earth. Paul said, “I am crucified with Christ” (Galatians 2:20a). This is past tense which means Paul understood his birthright as a child of God. He goes on to say that he will live by Christ’s faith.
 
   Paul understood the Indwelling Christ and that the mystery is Christ in me and Christ in you, living His life through us which allows us to share in and become a part of God’s glory. May you also experience the Indwelling Christ and may your life be filled with all of the fruits of His blessings, righteousness and peace.  There is no other way apart from Him.
