#3:  
Now Spirit

Chapter 1


DECISION VERSUS DELIVERANCE


Your
decision will define your deliverance in life.


Decision

Deliverance

for deliverance if there is no detention. You should know that all mankind is
born into bondage which was imputed in the race of mankind by the depravity of
the first man and woman ever created by God (Romans 3:23; 5:12).

However,
thanks belong to the God who has make providence for the grace to make now
decision for our deliverance (Titus 2:11-13; Romans 5:14-18).


“Therefore
my people are gone into captivity, because they have no knowledge: and their
honourable men are famished, and their multitude dried up with thirst.” –
Isaiah 5:13.


“And
ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free” – John 8:32.


The
costly truth has been purchase by Christ and make free for whosoever believes
in Him is the key to undefeatable deliverance in life (Isaiah 55:1; John 14:6;
1 Corinthians 6:20). The way to easily make decision for our deliverance is to
believe the truth. Unbelief padlocks our faith in the captivity. Unbelief of
man is the greatest hindrance to deliverance of him. But when the word of truth
is allowed to dwell in our heart, then our deliverance is unstoppable.


“Let
us labour therefore to enter into that rest, lest any man fall after the same
example of unbelief. For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper
than any two-edged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and
spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and
intents of the heart. Neither is there any creature that is not manifest in his
sight: but all things are naked and opened unto the eyes of him with whom we
have to do.” – Hebrews 4:11-13.


It
takes God to command deliverance from every oppressive forces, so your decision
to belong to God is ultimate one that must top your priority in life (Psalm
44:4, 18:50; Matthew 6:33).


“But
upon mount Zion shall be deliverance, and there shall be holiness; and the
house of Jacob shall possess their possessions.” – Obadiah 1:17.


Deliverance
is always available upon the mount Zion people in order for them to possess
their significant possessions of their existence in this only one life.


Jesus
said, “The Spirit of the Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed me to
preach the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to
preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to
set at liberty them that are bruised.” – Luke 4:18.


Deliverance
is what Christ came to preach to the humanity. This shows the essentiality of
our deliverance from the power of sin and satanic forces. There are still many
people today who have not made decision for their deliverance from captivity
majorly by their ignorance of the divine providence of God for their life.


“Then
Mordecai commanded to answer Esther, Think not with thyself that thou shalt escape
in the king’s house, more than all the Jews. For if thou altogether holdest thy
peace at this time, then shall there enlargement and deliverance arise to the
Jews from another place; but thou and thy father’s house shall be destroyed:
and who knoweth whether thou art come to the kingdom for such a time as this?”
– Esther 4:13-14.


Without
deliverance there is no enlargement. Making a decision for
deliverance is the first step toward significant living. Without deliverance there
can be no discipline, and without discipline there can be no diligence, and
without diligence there can be no significant life (Proverbs 22:29). 


 “Then
Esther bade them return Mordecai this answer, Go, gather together all the Jews
that are present in Shushan, and fast ye for me, and neither eat nor drink
three days, night or day: I also and my maidens will fast likewise; and so will
I go in unto the king, which is not according to the law: and if I perish, I
perish. So Mordecai went his way, and did according to all that Esther had
commanded him.” - Esther 4:15-17.


Until
a decision for deliverance is made by faith, the life of man is under the
discipline of the devil and such life can be devoured at any time (1 Peter 5:8).
Great deliverance is a product of godly decision. Though the circumstances and
facts may not support the outcome, but our consecration and faith will
mysteriously spur God to do the supernatural.


Let
me share this real life story with you which I found written in the Book of
Saint Mark 5:25-34, “And a certain woman, which had an issue of blood twelve
years. And had suffered many things of many physicians, and had spent all that
she had, and was nothing bettered, but rather grew worse. When she had heard of
Jesus, came in the press behind, and touched his garment. For she said, If I
may touch but his clothes, I shall be whole. And straightway the fountain of
her blood was dried up; and she felt in her body that she was healed of that
plague. And Jesus, immediately knowing in himself that virtue had gone out of
him, turned him about in the press, and said, who touched my clothes? And his
disciples said unto him, Thou seest the multitude thronging thee, and sayest
thou, who touched me? And he looked round about to see her that had done this thing.
But the woman fearing and trembling, knowing what was done in her, came and
fell down before him, and told him all the truth. And he said unto her,
Daughter, thy faith hath made thee whole; go in peace, and be whole of thy
plague.”


The
decision of this woman was perfect in that it contains the now faith, now
salvation and now spirit. In addition, she knew the truth and willing to
declare the truth even before her deliverance came. God will deliver as many as
have decided for him. It takes those that have truly decided to follow Christ
to have deliverance whenever they call upon Him.


“And
call upon me in the day of trouble: I will deliver thee, and thou shalt
glorify me.” – Psalm 50:15.


 “Come
unto me, all ye that labour and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest. Take
my yoke upon you, and learn of me; for I am meek and lowly in heart:
and ye shall find rest unto your souls. For my yoke is easy, and my burden is
light.” – Matthew 1:28-30.


“He
that dwelleth in the secret place of the most High shall abide under the
shadow of the Almighty. He shall call upon me, and I will answer him: I
will be with him in trouble; I will deliver him, and honour him. With long life
will I satisfy him, and shew him my salvation.” – Psalm 91:1,15-16.


I
want you to know this, that deliverance demands duty. One Yoruba adage said,
“The child that opens his arms is the one the mother will carry.” This means
that for deliverance to be granted, man has the duty of wholeheartedly seeking
the Lord, who is the greatest physician (Mark 9:10-12). The duties are as
follow:

Righteousness,

Worship,
“Thou art my hiding place; thou shalt preserve me from trouble; thou shalt
compass me about with songs of deliverance.” – Psalm 32:7


It
takes violent decision to be delivered and to remain delivered. The force of
now faith is the fuel that moves the mountains of barriers in life. Overcoming
the oppressive forces of life is made possible by now faith in the Lord (1 John
5:4). Significant lifetime can be earned by operating in the realm of now

“And

indecision for God in this life will incapacitate your potentials for utmost
profit you can make in your life for eternity.

Chapter 2


DECISION VERSUS DREAM


Your
decision will define your dream in life.


Your
decision is directly proportional to your dream provided all the pre-requisites
stated earlier are fulfilled.


The
dream here is not the nightmare or those flutters of the benighted fancy. A
dream is a divine picture that is plant into our soul by the Lord. It is a
divine program aligned up for your life, which you have to fulfill in lifetime
by the Lord. Dream is the foundation of every successful life. No divine dream
that is not part of God’s agenda. This makes your decision for the Lord the
central determinant of your significant in lifetime. You cannot be part of
eternal agenda of God if you have not made decision for the indwelling of
Christ in your mortal life (Revelation 3:20).


“Jesus
saith unto them, My meat is to do the will of him that sent me, and to finish
his work. Say not ye, There are yet four months, and then cometh harvest?
Behold, I say unto you, Lift up your eyes, and look on the fields; for they are
white already to harvest.” – John 4:34-35.


“Moreover
the word of the LORD came unto me, saying, Jeremiah, what seest thou? And I
said, I see a rod of an almond tree. Then said the LORD unto me, Thou hast well
seen: for I will hasten my word to perform it.” – Jeremiah 1:11-12.


What
you are not able to see, you cannot perform. Without a dream, destiny is doom.
What you cannot dream, you cannot dare to fulfill. Whatever you cannot see, you
cannot secure. Whatever you cannot vision, you cannot volunteer to lead. It
takes Moses to vision God in order to lead the people of Israel out of bondage
to blessing. It takes Paul to have received the heavenly vision in order to
fulfill his ministry in God. So also for you to have a significant life you
need to be vision bearer and this is dependent on your decision which is now
salvation.


“Jesus

“But

things shall be added unto you.” – Matthew 6:33.


The
extent to which you can see, that you can seek. The future you cannot see, you
cannot forethought. The future you cannot see, you never leave in the reality
of it. Dream is a mental picture of your future. A dream is a spiritual
requirement for creating your desire future.


Dream
is a seed that God gives to the sower among mankind. This makes your decision
to affect what type of dream you have in lifetime. There is divine dream and
also filthy dream (Jude 1:8). It is only those that have taken decision to be
delivered by God that has the capacity to dream divinely. But not all of these capacitated
people are dreamers; in that majority are eaters while few are sower (Isaiah

He that goeth forth and weepeth, bearing precious seed,
shall doubtless come again with rejoicing, bringing his sheaves with
him.” Also remember the parable of sower that Jesus gave in the Book of
Matthew 13:18-23; 36-43.


The
dreams of today are the realities of tomorrow. The most powerful force in life
is the force of dream, in that it saved life and posterity. People who make significant
impact in their generation are people of purpose. A discovery of purpose always
precedes a recovery of providence. No dream means no desire for significant life.



Life
without vision cannot go far in the race and would not have any meaningful
impact. Without vision you will outright lose in the race of life. You need to
have a dream, for your life. Don’t just live your days without any destination
in mind. A life without a goal is like a goat. No purposeless person can
possess prize of excellence winning in the race of life. A man with a dream
knows what to stand for, and if you don’t stand for something you will fall for
everything in life. 


A
life without dream is not worthy of living. We live in a dreamer’s world. Divine
dream is a function of now faith. It is the now faith of decision to obey the
commands of the Lord, that will triggers the divine dream in your life. 


“By
faith he forsook Egypt, not fearing the wrath of the king: for he endured, as
seeing him who is invisible.” – Hebrews 11:27.


Divine
dream makes you see the invisible, believe the incredible and achieves the
impossible.

Divine

given to man the power to imagine the virtuous things that will be a blessing
to the generations of mankind.


Therefore
as a man decides in his heart so is he. Your thoughts are the elements of your
decision while your actions are the product of your decision. You can make the
righteous decision when you positively think as it was written by Apostle Paul;


“Finally,
brethren, whatsoever things are true, whatsoever things are honest, whatsoever
things are just, whatsoever things are pure, whatsoever things are lovely,
whatsoever things are of good report; if there be any virtue, and if there be
any praise, think on these things.” – Philippians 4:8.

Chapter 3

Your
decision will define your discipline in life.


Your
decision is directly proportional to your discipline provided all the
pre-requisites stated earlier are fulfilled.


Decision
defines the discipline of a significant life. Discipline is the key that set
all other keys which decision influences to action. The discipline of a man is
the soul of his conquering over limitations. It is the discipline of freedom
that generates development of fortunes for any man.


“And
he said to them all, if any man will come after me, let him deny himself, and
take up his cross daily, and follow me.” – Luke 9:23.


In
the address of Christ to the great multitudes in the valley of decision in the
Bok of Saint Luke 14:25-33, there I can inference that decision comes before
discipline. That is, counting the cost of the worth of your life on the
scale of eternity will enable you to have the right discipline that will make
you be significant in this life. As the understanding of the purpose of your
life precede the passion for significant lifetime, so also it can be
restructure that your decision to belong to the path that lead to significant
life precedes the discipline to remain on that same path.


We
daily take the decision to be discipline. The journey of a thousand mile is
achievable by numbers of unit marching steps daily. Discipline is combination
of many members of the constituents of life. It can be called the coordinating
virtue of life. It is of positivism in the life affairs. Discipline is a
positive attitude which makes a man to live a structured life.


“He
openeth also their ear to discipline, and commandeth that they return from
iniquity. If they obey and serve him, they shall spend their days in
prosperity, and their years in pleasures. But if they obey not, they shall
perish by the sword, and they shall die without knowledge.” – Job 36:10-12.


The
power of now decision is the key to discipline of significant lifetime. Our
life cannot be in the right discipline if we have not taken decision to return
from iniquity. It is the obedience to the decision for the Lord in our lifetime
that qualifies us for prosperous and pleasurable lifetime; otherwise our
lifetime will be without knowledge. What kind of knowledge we are referring to
here? It is the knowledge of the truth. A life without the knowledge of the
truth of the Lord is a captive that never make any profit in lifetime, they
labor for the wind (Ecclesiastes 5:16; Mark 8:36).

mastery and self control is the simple meaning of discipline. Every disciples
of freedom are temperate in all things. Mastery is a secret to unleashing all
human intelligence. The mastery of true significant lifetime is therefore
crucial for profitable living. Universality in temperance is the key to
undefeatable mastery that wins laurels.


 “And
every man that striveth for the mastery is temperate in all things. Now they do
it to obtain a corruptible crown; but we an incorruptible. I therefore so run,
not as uncertainly; so fight I, not as one that beateth the air: But I keep
under my body, and bring it into subjection: lest that by any means, when I
have preached to others, I myself should be a castaway.” – 1 Corinthians
9:25-27.


No
person can be celebrated for a significant lifetime which has not a
controlled-mind. A disciplined man is a free man. It
takes decision to be disciplined in order to be distinguished. If you leave
your life to chance, you don’t have a chance. If you operate by whatever comes
along your way, you don’t get anything done at the end of the day. Discipline
runs a schedule that connotes a man or woman on mission. Discipline never comes
per chance but by purposeful consecrated decision.


“Then
said Jesus to those Jews which believed on him, If ye continue in my word, then
are ye my disciples indeed” – John 8:31.


It

“Seest

I

discipline, and without discipline there can be no diligence, and without
diligence there can be no significant life.


Jesus
said in reply to his disciples, “But I have a baptism to be baptized with;

Diligence
is an act of stretching for the attainment of significant in lifetime. No man
ever reaches the breaking point in the quest of significant in life. Success
permits no alibis. Every excuse a man can give for a mediocrity lifetime is
never acceptable to God in his divine justice (Romans 1:21).

It

time. 


“And

times, to know what Israel ought to do; the heads of them were two hundred; and
all their brethren were at their commandment.” – 1 Chronicles 12:32.


If
you will be in command in your lifetime, diligence in your mandate in life is
essential. But know that not all businesses are profitable. Your decision of
how you will operate your life is the ultimate determinant of the profitability
of your lifetime. They are diligent in vain; all that has not take decision for
Lord as the Captain of their life.


Your
decision to keep your heart diligently has the power to shape you in a lifetime
(Proverbs 4:23). The God-given prosperity demand diligence in now faith of the
seeker (Proverbs 10:4). The level of your accomplishment and leadership in life
is function of your diligence to selfless service. 


“The

God.


“But

was not in vain; but I laboured more abundantly than they all: yet not I, but
the grace of God which was with me.” – 1 Corinthians 15:10.


“Whereunto
I also labour, striving according to his working, which worketh in me mightily.”
– Colossians 1:29.


 If
you are not a hardworking person today, you are sure to be a beggar tomorrow.
Thoughts are the elements for making decision. This makes the thought of the righteous
diligent to yield profitable result always.


“In
all labour there is profit: but the talk of the lips tendeth only to penury.” –
Proverbs 14:23.


“The
thoughts of the diligent tend only to plenteousness; but of every one that is
hasty only to want.” – Proverbs 21:5.


A
prodigious living is a strong determinant for who you are and what kind of
decisions governs from your thoughts. It means you have not yet have decision
for a significant life. until a prodigal son came to himself in his thought,
his life never worth of celebration, until that old king Nebuchadnezzar came to
the true knowledge of God, his life was never beautified, in that God
beautifies the meek in heart with salvation (Psalm 146:5).


Show
me the way you use your potential and I will describe to you your decision
(Proverbs 12:27). A person that has thoroughly made decision to journey in the
path of God will have all his potentials precious unto him. The precious
substances of the righteous decisive diligent man span the earth and the heaven
(Deuteronomy 33:13-16). Understand this also, that significant life can only be
found in the way of righteousness for thereof is no death (Proverbs 12:28).

In

Journey

Until

direction. It is only now decision to trust the Lord that qualifies a life for
divine direction to significant in lifetime and not the ablutions or churchy.


“Trust
in the LORD with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own understanding. In
all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths. A man’s heart deviseth
his way: but the LORD directeth his steps.” – Proverbs 3:5-6; 16:9.


There
are some decisional keys that give divine direction in life.


Righteousness:
“The
righteousness of the perfect shall direct his way: but the wicked shall fall by
his own wickedness.” – Proverbs 11:5.


Wisdom,
“If the iron be blunt, and he do not whet the edge, then must he put to more
strength: but wisdom is profitable to direct.” – Ecclesiastic 10:10.


“The
fear of the LORD is the beginning of wisdom: and the knowledge of the holy is
understanding. For by me thy days shall be multiplied, and the years of thy
life shall be increased. I love them that love me; and those that seek me early
shall find me. Riches and honour are with me; yea, durable riches and
righteousness. My fruit is better than gold, yea, than fine gold; and my
revenue than choice silver. I lead in the way of righteousness, in the midst
of the paths of judgment: That I may cause those that love me to inherit
substance; and I will fill their treasures.” – Proverbs 9:10-11; 8:17-21.


The
instruction, teaching and guidance for the direction of significant in life can
only be given by the Lord (Psalm 32:8).

“The

name’s sake. Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death,
I will fear no evil: for thou art with me; thy rod and thy staff they comfort
me. Thou preparest a table before me in the presence of mine enemies: thou
anointest my head with oil; my cup runneth over. Surely goodness and mercy
shall follow me all the days of my life: and I will dwell in the house of the
LORD forever.” – Psalm 23:1-6.











Chapter 6

Your
decision will define your discoveries in life


Your
decision is directly proportional to your discoveries provided all the
pre-requisites stated earlier are fulfilled.


Discovery
is the act of finding, observing or gaining spectacular knowledge of invention
in life. Your discoveries in life are functions of the level of your
intermeddling with wisdom of God. Wisdom has the capacity to deliver the crown
of glory to any man in a lifetime. A life without the wisdom of God tends to
discover its own way that can never lead to significant in its time.


“Through
desire a man, having separated himself, seeketh and intermeddleth with all
wisdom. A fool hath no delight in understanding, but that his heart may
discover itself.” – Proverbs 18:1-2.


“Wisdom
is the principal thing; therefore get wisdom: and with all thy getting get
understanding. Exalt her, and she shall promote thee: she shall bring thee to
honour, when thou dost embrace her. She shall give to thine head an ornament of
grace: a crown of glory shall she deliver to thee.” – Proverbs 4:7-9.


As
I have noted earlier that your decision defines your dream. And a divine dream
is a burning desire within the soul. It can either be fueled by its owner or
quenched by him. Your decision will determine your discoveries. What you don’t
desire you cannot discover. Even what you desire may not be what you discover
if your decision is not established on the Lord. I want you to recall to mind
the man called Balaam, though he love to die as righteous by his decision for
the gain of the unrighteous world landed him on the scary end (Numbers 23:10; 2
Peter 2:15; Jude 1:11)..


“Wherefore
I put thee in remembrance that thou stir up the gift of God, which is in thee
by the putting on of my hands. For God hath not given us the spirit of fear;
but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind.” – 2 Timothy 1:6-7.


Until
the gift of God in you which is the now Spirit is stir up, you may never
discover how mysterious you are. Until you stir up the power of now which is
the now Spirit of God in you, you may never discovered the amazing things that
God as line up for your lifetime. The power unused is of no impact as power
unavailable (Ephesians 3:20). Whatever you don’t attempt by faith you cannot
attain by freedom. Faith is a force that brings about discoveries (Matthew
11:12).


Your
decision for God will make you discover deep things out of darkness. There are
many riches that God hides in the secret place of the earth, of which He grant
access to only people that are resolutely make decision by covenant with him.


“He

“And

of Israel.” – Isaiah 45:3.


“Then
thou shalt see, and flow together, and thine heart shall fear,
and be enlarged; because the abundance of the sea shall be converted
unto thee, the forces of the Gentiles shall come unto thee.” – Isaiah 60:5.


We
can observe in the last scripture above that, for a man to discover the
significant achievement in life, his decision must have influence his
deliverance (access to enlargement), his discipline, diligence and direction
(the fear of the Lord in heart which is Wisdom), his direction (flow in the
path of righteousness), and his dream (seeing the reality by the power of now
faith).


Discoveries
in life often make out of the secret place of God (Matthew 6:1-6). In his book,
The Secrets of the Secret Place, Bob Sorge noted many wonderful
discoveries that can only be made in the secret place of the highest God. I
will recommend that you get a copy of the book. This is what Floyd McClung also
said about the secret place of God, “Everything of God flows out of the secret
place. Everything good and lasting – everything that survives the ultimate test
is born in the secret place.”


Inventions
of science and technology never drop as cosmic stone from the Stars or Jupiter,
but from the secret place of the heart implanted by God in a man with decision
for Him. 


“I
gathered specimen and listen to what God has to say to me.” – George Washington
Carver


Decision
precedes discoveries. Once a man made decision to follow the Lord, his life
becomes new and he can them discover great and mighty things in his lifetime
(John 1:49-51). Though, the route from decision to discovery demand
perseverance, a man must pay the price of acquiring that signification in life.
Remember Ruth (Ruth 1:11-18; 2:11-16; 4:13-22), remember Elisha (2 Kings
2:1-15). Until you abandon yourself to the doing of the commands of the Lord,
you will never discover the riches and dominion for signification in lifetime
(Mark 10:28-30).


 “The
heart of the righteous studieth to answer: but the mouth of the wicked poureth
out evil things.” – Proverbs 15:28.


Learning
is a secret to significant discoveries in life. Learning makes you to
understand the times of life. By learning you gain the contextual understanding
of the seasons of life. It is the understanding of the mysteries of the kingdom
that commands you for outstanding mastery. Until you see the mystery you cannot
gain the mastery over the challenges of life. “The entrance of the word of God
gives light; it gives understanding unto the simple” (Psalms 119:129).
Knowledge is light, and Christ said let your light so shine before men in this
present world. The presence of light displaces the darkness anywhere in the
world (Matthew 5:16; Isaiah 60:2-3). 


Buy
the truth and sell it not, for it is truth that set you free (Proverbs 23:23;
John 8:32). Ignorance is a bliss that limits a person from significant
impactful lifetime. After divine revelations of the word of God, I often says,
“Give me library and mankind, and I will make landmark for God in lifetime.”
Study materials in your area of discipline. It will make you gain commands of
divine strategies for impactful lifetime (II Timothy 2:15). Nothing can take
the place of a studious life; not your gift and not the anointing. The word of
God is the living code for all-round success. 


It
takes a studious life to secure a signification in lifetime. If you are not
studious you are heading for shame. If you are not a learner, you cannot be a
leader. If you cannot see beyond what other sees you cannot impact other lives.
There many who read bible for fun but not for fruits. If you are not a writer,
you are not a learner because your labor in the word of God and other resources
must be documented. Without a highly functional library, you cannot live an
extraordinary life


Get
books, read and study them till you understand them in their principal feature.
It’s vital to remember that once you bolster your native abilities with
practical experience and useful knowledge, you become valuable commodity for
the generations. Jesus read books (Matthew 12:3, 5; 19:4; 21:16, 42), Daniel
read books (Daniel 9:2), Josiah read book (II Kings 22:9-13; 23:1-3), Joshua
read book (Joshua 1:8; 8:30-35), Nehemiah and Ezra read book (Nehemiah 8:1-18),
and Paul read books (II Timothy 4:13) and many others. In the making of many
books, there is no end; and much study is a weariness to the flesh but it is a
wisdom key to flourishing hub of any living soul that desire an impactful
lifetime (Ecclesiastes 12:12; Proverbs 4:7-9).


 











Chapter 7

Your
decision will define your dominion in life.


Your
decision is directly proportional to your dominion provided all the pre-requisites
stated earlier are fulfilled.


Dominion
is the power now to take control. It is the capacity to live a victorious life.
Dominion is an outcome of the delivered man with dream who patiently in
discipline and diligence obeys the directions for discoveries given by the
Lord. The decision we make determines the dominion we mount. 


“So
God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he him; male and
female created he them. And God blessed them, and God said unto them, Be
fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have
dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every
living thing that moveth upon the earth.” – Genesis 1:27-28.


This
is the foundation of dominion that God has laid for all mankind. Until a life
is delivered from the bondage of sin, dominion its dominion in life is
short-lived as shadow (Ecclesiastes 8:11-13). God is the author of dominion of
life, and your decision for Him alone is the only key (Job 25:2).


“Order
my steps in thy word: and let not any iniquity have dominion over me.” – Psalm
119:133.


“Let
not sin therefore reign in your mortal body, that ye should obey it in the
lusts thereof. Neither yield ye your members as instruments of unrighteousness
unto sin: but yield yourselves unto God, as those that are alive from the dead,
and your members as instruments of righteousness unto God. For sin shall not
have dominion over you: for ye are not under the law, but under grace.” –Roman
6:12-14.


The
dominion of sin in your life shows the falsity of your decision. When the
foundation of decision is destroyed, no dominion can be firmly attached to that
life, in that there is no anchor which is Christ therein (Psalm 11:3). All
labor will be futile without an enduring profit for signification in lifetime.
The filthy dreamers are those that despise the dominion of truth and peace of
God in their life.


The
power of now is the decision for dominion in life. Without the power of God in
man, his dominion is unsure. For no man can prevail by strength (1 Samuel 2:9).
Your capacity to take dominion over all the forces of oppression in lifetime is
proportional to the concrete decision you have in the Lord.


 “And
he said unto them, I beheld Satan as lightning fall from heaven. Behold, I give
unto you power to tread on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of
the enemy: and nothing shall by any means hurt you.” – Luke 10:18-19.


“Finally,
my brethren, be strong in the Lord, and in the power of his might. Put on the
whole armour of God, that ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the
devil. For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but against principalities,
against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this world, against
spiritual wickedness in high places. Wherefore take unto you the whole armour
of God, that ye may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all,
to stand. Stand therefore, having your loins girt about with truth, and having
on the breastplate of righteousness; And your feet shod with the preparation of
the gospel of peace; Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall
be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked. And take the helmet of
salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God: Praying
always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, and watching thereunto
with all perseverance and supplication for all saints.” – Ephesians 6:10-18.

enthusiastically use of that talent in accordance to the injunctions of the
Lord (Luke 19:13-27). Ittai the Gittite was a stranger that gains dominion in
the land of Israel. He got this because of his firm decision to belong to the
side of the Lord. Based on the ingenuity of his decision to follow the
righteous way, and his discipline with diligence to work, he became one of the
top three commanders of King David (2 Samuel 15:19-22; 18:2).


“A
wise servant shall have rule over a son that causeth shame, and shall have part
of the inheritance among the brethren.” – Proverbs 17:2.


A
man of wisdom anywhere always put diligent man of righteous decisions in the
control of his affairs in order to made increase. Remember Joseph (Genesis
39:1-6; 41:37-44), remember Jeroboam (1 Kings 11:28). Until you abandon
yourself to the doing of the commands of the Lord, you will never discover the
riches and dominion for signification in lifetime (Mark 10:28-30).











Chapter 8


DECISION VERSUS DEEDS


Your
decision will define your deeds in life.


Your
decision is directly proportional to your deeds provided all the pre-requisites
stated earlier are fulfilled.


Deeds
are the work of man. It is the action arising from the thoughts that makes up
our decision. Our deeds are the product of our faith, in that now faith is dead
without now work (James 2:14, 17). Deeds are the clear picture of the decision
of the heart of men. Deeds are the fruits of a life tree of man.


 “Ye
shall know them by their fruits. Do men gather grapes of thorns, or figs of
thistles? Even so every good tree bringeth forth good fruit; but a corrupt tree
bringeth forth evil fruit. A good tree cannot bring forth evil fruit, neither can
a corrupt tree bring forth good fruit. Every tree that bringeth not forth good
fruit is hewn down, and cast into the fire. Wherefore by their fruits ye shall
know them.” – Matthew 7:16-20.


It
takes a righteous decision to have righteous deeds. Life without now salvation
cannot have profitable deeds for impactful signification in his time. A corrupt
life produces corrupt fruits. Though corruption may look fanciful at the
external, but the internal is as a sepulcher of the foxes. Unrighteous life
though may be making profit as we observe but it is for short time, the nemeses
of his deeds shall catch up with him (Ecclesiastes 8:11-13).


 “For
every one that doeth evil hateth the light, neither cometh to the light, lest
his deeds should be reproved. But he that doeth truth cometh to the light, that
his deeds may be made manifest, that they are wrought in God.” – John 3:20-21.


“For
the fruit of the Spirit is in all goodness and righteousness and truth; proving
what is acceptable unto the Lord.” – Ephesians 5:9-10.


“But
the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffering, gentleness,
goodness, faith, meekness, temperance: against such there is no law.” –
Galatians 5:22-23.


It
takes the decision for deliverance by the truth to have wrought deeds of
signification in lifetime. Without deliverance by the light of the word of God,
any deeds of man have no profit under the sun. The deed of man that generates
significant achievement in lifetime is one that is filled with the fruit of now
Spirit which constitutes truth, righteousness and goodness; these three are the
best policy of a significant lie. Until your deeds are examined in the light of
God’s word, you never have the direction to significance in lifetime.


“Search
me, O God, and know my heart: try me, and know my thoughts:
And see if there be any wicked way in me, and lead me in the way
everlasting.” – Psalm 139:23-24.


“Examine
me, O LORD, and prove me; try my reins and my heart.” – Psalm 26:2.


“Examine
yourselves, whether ye be in the faith; prove your own selves. Know
ye not your own selves, how that Jesus Christ is in you, except ye be
reprobates?” – 2 Corinthians 13:5.


Decision
defines deeds. Once the decision is wrong, deeds are wrong, direction is wrong,
discipline is wrong, diligence is wrong and then dominion is wrong; this make
up a wreak of significant of man in lifetime. The deeds of your decision will
either lead you at-heart to dominion or lead you away to dethronement. The
deeds of man either give occasion for the devilish to blaspheme the name of God
or give opportunities for the derailed to bless the name of God (2 Samuel
12:14).


 “Then
Peter, filled with the Holy Ghost, said unto them, Ye rulers of the
people, and elders of Israel, if we this day be examined of the good
deed done to the impotent man, by what means he is made whole; Be it known
unto you all, and to all the people of Israel, that by the name of Jesus
Christ of Nazareth, whom ye crucified, whom God raised from the dead, even
by him doth this man stand here before you whole. This is the stone which was
set at nought of you builders, which is become the head of the corner. Neither
is there salvation in any other: for there is none other name under heaven
given among men, whereby we must be saved.” – Act 4:8-12.


The
power of now is the decision for the Lord. The decision for the Lord
constitutes now faith, now salvation and now Spirit. Good deed is a product of
good decision. The now spirit of God makes the conscience of every man to mark
his deeds to be either good or evil. The basis for examining your deeds is to
align it with Jesus Christ, for by Him alone we have now salvation.  The
simplest way of examine in your heart in any circumstances before you do
anything anywhere anytime is to ask yourself, ‘What will Jesus do’


“But
whoso looketh into the perfect law of liberty, and continueth therein, he being
not a forgetful hearer, but a doer of the work, this man shall be blessed in
his deed.” – James 1:25.


You
are as blessed as the level of the decision that forces your deeds. It is the
doer of the law of freedom or deliverance that is permitted to have good
success in lifetime (Joshua 1:8). Continuity in the direction of righteous
decision you have made qualifies your deeds for prosperity.


“Blessed
is the man that walketh not in the counsel of the ungodly, nor standeth in the
way of sinners, nor sitteth in the seat of the scornful. But his delight is in
the law of the LORD; and in his law doth he meditate day and night. And he
shall be like a tree planted by the rivers of water, that bringeth forth his
fruit in his season; his leaf also shall not wither; and whatsoever he doeth
shall prosper.” – Psalm 1:1-3.


Deeds
reveal your decision more than you can eloquence your decision with word of
mouth. Show me your deeds and I will tell you what decision you have made. Good
work is not an instant identity for a life that has made decision for God. It
is the combination of good will and good work that is the key. Good will
contains your decision for God while good work contains your deeds to glorify
God.  Until you have made Godly decision, your good works are all garbage
wastes (Matthew 7:21-23). Your deeds will determine your destination for
eternity (Ecclesiastes 12:14; Romans 2:6; Revelation 22:12).


 


 











Chapter 9


DECISION VERSUS DECREE


Your
decision will define your decree in life.


Your
decision is directly proportional to your decree provided all the
pre-requisites stated earlier are fulfilled.


Decree
is a verdict of decision. It is an official order with the force of law. It is the
declaration of your discoveries in life. It is the pronouncement of the
decision you have made in the Lord. Decree is the outcome of now faith that a
man has will place him in the places of judgment for the deliverance of great
multitudes in the detention of no truth of the valley of decision.


“And
I will give unto thee the keys of the kingdom of heaven: and whatsoever thou
shalt bind on earth shall be bound in heaven: and whatsoever thou shalt loose
on earth shall be loosed in heaven.” – Matthew 16:19.


The
promise of access to the power house of heaven is unto you. Powers that never
fail, power that commands unfailing fortunes, and power that unlock all
fetters. The decision which makes you have divine dream of which you see the
kingdom of heaven, makes you the candidate to receive the keys of the kingdom
of heaven. So now decision gives you the right to make righteous decree that
spans the earth and the heaven. It means that, the level of your signification
in lifetime is proportional to the extent of your decree by now faith in God.


“Thou
shalt also decree a thing, and it shall be established unto thee: and the light
shall shine upon thy ways. When men are cast down, then thou shalt say, There
is lifting up; and he shall save the humble person.  He shall deliver the
island of the innocent: and it is delivered by the pureness of thine hands.” –
Job 22:28-30.


To
make decree that get establishment, now faith in God is a must. Established
decree makes the directions of life shines (Proverbs 4:18). Established decree
makes the dominion of life uplifting. In order to make any righteous decree
your decision in God must be sure. The God of all great multitudes in the
valley of decision delivers the innocent in heart and the pure in hands.
Righteous decree of man makes him an agent of change in his lifetime, while an
unrighteous decree is the ruin of signification for eternity.


“Woe
unto them that decree unrighteous decrees, and that write grievousness which
they have prescribed; To turn aside the needy from judgment, and to take away
the right from the poor of my people, that widows may be their prey, and that
they may rob the fatherless!” – Isaiah 10:1-2.


Establishment
precedes empowerment. Until you are fully established in the power of now faith
in God, you can never get empowered with the now Holy Spirit of God. As I have
noted, decree is an empower zone at which you can be an agent of deliverance to
the great multitudes in the valley of decision. It takes power to empower. At
the stage of decree, you have the order to be a change agent in this life, a
man that will turn the world upside down to God (Acts 17:1-6-8). 


The
decree of men of now faith in God will always command turnaround of the decree
of their land, in that they are people of power of decision in immutable God.
It takes divine wisdom to make righteous decree (Proverbs 8:12, 15, 20). Here
are some of the ancient letters in which kings make righteous decree:


#1:
The letter of king Nebuchadnezzar; based on now faith decree of Shadrach,
Meshach, and Abednego.


“Then
Nebuchadnezzar spake, and said, Blessed be the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and
Abed-nego, who hath sent his angel, and delivered his servants that trusted in
him, and have changed the king’s word, and yielded their bodies, that they
might not serve nor worship any god, except their own God. Therefore I make a
decree, That every people, nation, and language, which speak anything amiss
against the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abed-nego, shall be cut in pieces,
and their houses shall be made a dunghill: because there is no other God that
can deliver after this sort. Then the king promoted Shadrach, Meshach, and
Abed-nego, in the province of Babylon.” – Daniel 3:28-30.


#2:
The letter of king Darius; based on now faith decree of Daniel the beloved of
God.


“Then
king Darius wrote unto all people, nations, and languages, that dwell in all
the earth; Peace be multiplied unto you. I make a decree, That in every
dominion of my kingdom men tremble and fear before the God of Daniel: for he is
the living God, and stedfast for ever, and his kingdom that which shall not be
destroyed, and his dominion shall be even unto the end. He delivereth and
rescueth, and he worketh signs and wonders in heaven and in earth, who hath
delivered Daniel from the power of the lions.” – Daniel 6:25-27.


#3:
The letter of king of Nineveh; based on the now faith decree of Prophet Jonah.


“So
the people of Nineveh believed God, and proclaimed a fast, and put on
sackcloth, from the greatest of them even to the least of them. For word came
unto the king of Nineveh, and he arose from his throne, and he laid his robe
from him, and covered him with sackcloth, and sat in ashes. And he caused it to
be proclaimed and published through Nineveh by the decree of the king and his
nobles, saying, Let neither man nor beast, herd nor flock, taste any thing: let
them not feed, nor drink water But let man and beast be covered with sackcloth,
and cry mightily unto God: yea, let them turn every one from his evil way, and
from the violence that is in their hands. Who can tell if God will turn and
repent, and turn away from his fierce anger, that we perish not? And God saw
their works, that they turned from their evil way; and God repented of the
evil, that he had said that he would do unto them; and he did it not.” – Jonah
3:5-10.


The
Lord has made decree concerning the great multitudes in the valley of decision
to bring to pass His righteous judgment upon the indecisive ones.


“He
that overcometh shall inherit all things; and I will be his God, and he shall
be my son. But the fearful, and unbelieving, and the abominable, and murderers,
and whoremongers, and sorcerers, and idolaters, and all liars, shall have their
part in the lake which burneth with fire and brimstone: which is the second
death.” – Revelation 21:7-8.


“The
LORD is known by the judgment which he executeth: the wicked is snared in the
work of his own hands. The wicked shall be turned into hell, and all the
nations that forget God.” – Psalm 9:16-17.


The
way of escape of the judgment of God is to neglect not the so great now
salvation (Hebrews 2:3). The way out is to make decision for God by seeks him
NOW!


“Gather
yourselves together, yea, gather together, O nation not desired; Before the
decree bring forth, before the day pass as the chaff, before the fierce anger
of the LORD come upon you, before the day of the LORD’S anger come upon you.
Seek ye the LORD, all ye meek of the earth, which have wrought his judgment;
seek righteousness, seek meekness: it may be ye shall be hid in the day of the
LORD’S anger.” – Zephaniah 2:1-3.


 











Chapter 10


DECISION VERSUS DETERMINATION


 Your
decision will define your determination in life.


Your
decision is directly proportional to your determination provided all the
pre-requisites stated earlier are fulfilled.


Determination
is that quality of mind which enables men to encounter danger or difficulty
with firmness, and without fear or depression in the spirit. Determination
is an inner strength, courage to follow through your decision in all
circumstance to the fulfilled significant end. Determination is the act of
establishing your decision exactly.


“Then
Peter began to say unto him, Lo, we have left all, and have followed thee.
And Jesus answered and said, Verily I say unto you, There is no man that hath
left house, or brethren, or sisters, or father, or mother, or wife, or
children, or lands, for my sake, and the gospel’s. But he shall receive an
hundredfold now in this time, houses, and brethren, and sisters, and mothers,
and children, and lands, with persecutions; and in the world to come eternal
life.” – Mark 10:28-30.


The
power of now decision of now faith in now salvation by now Spirit inspires the
determination to stand for the truth and pursue the divine dream despite of
insinuations and conspiracies of the household and habitat enemies, in the
direction of the God’s way to significant even until death in lifetime.


 “For
this God is our God forever and ever: he will be our guide even unto death.” –
Psalm 48:14.


Determination
defines your love strength for that God’s project in your life. Without
determination, your divine dream will not be landed in the fulfilled zone (Acts
20:24; II Timothy 4:7).  The determination of divine dreamer to succeed is the
prime reason they’d fulfilled their dreams. No determination will be profitable
for your dream without you first have an establish faith in God.


Determination
is the grand purpose generated from the decision to totally abandon your whole
life to God. Until your life becomes a seed sown into the kingdom of God, the
fulfillment of your signification in lifetime is not in view.  God
created us for the same purpose, but individual man chooses how successful he
wants to be for that purpose (Jeremiah 29:11; Ecclesiastes 7:29). That
same purpose is significant life! (John 10:10).


Every
life has been order to operate in signification by dominion over and
replication of the material world (Genesis 1:28), but due to the fall of
mankind into sin, there raised up stronghold that war against man preventing
him from having fulfilled purpose of God. But for as a many as have now
determination of deliverance through the now faith decision, to them have the
power to reach the significant state in lifetime, if they with trust and obey
in the way thereof (2 Corinthians 10:4-6). Until all on the altar
we lay of our decision by trusting and obeying in the direction commanded by
God, there is no significant we can have in lifetime.


“But
Daniel purposed in his heart that he would not defile himself with the
portion of the king’s meat, nor with the wine which he drank: therefore he
requested of the prince of the eunuchs that he might not defile himself.” –
Daniel 1:8.


“Oppression
is the cancellation of self-determination and
the suffocation of personal potential”
– Myles Munroe.


“Until
thought is linked with purpose there is no intelligent accomplishment.” – James
Allen.


Every
life has a divine purpose for its establishment. Decision precedes
determination. Determination is an established purpose on decision. Purpose
precedes passion. Purpose is of no value
without pursuit. Without determination to act, divine dream will be incomprehensible
and unfulfilled. Without determination there will be no discipline but disorder.
Once there is no order, to make a decree for signification in lifetime is
impossible. 


Determination
defines your diligence, and without you being diligent, there is no possibility
of striking achievement in lifetime. Key to personal significant is
building a dynamic purpose. The secret of signification is constancy to
purpose. Your purpose actually affects your looks and confidence. Purpose
of life is about two things namely; diligent employment and distinct empowerment.
To be an agent of change in your lifetime, your determination to follow through
in the directions of God’s way is of paramount importance.


 


 











Chapter 11


DECISION VERSUS DISCRETION


Your
decision will define your discretion in life.


Your
decision is directly proportional to your discretion provided all the
pre-requisites stated earlier are fulfilled.


Discretion
is the freedom to decide. Discretion is the state of prudence of man. It is the
cautiousness through the Spirit of God. It is an act of taking heed to do the
will of God. It is an ability to make insightful contribution in the
responsibilities of life. It is an act of making good judgment of thoughts that
makes our decision in life. Discretion is wisdom.


 “I
wisdom dwell with prudence, and find out knowledge of witty inventions. The
fear of the LORD is to hate evil: pride, and arrogancy, and the evil way, and
the froward mouth, do I hate. Counsel is mine, and sound wisdom: I am
understanding; I have strength. By me kings reign, and princes decree justice. By
me princes rule, and nobles, even all the judges of the earth. I love them that
love me; and those that seek me early shall find me.  Riches and honour are
with me; yea, durable riches and righteousness.” – Proverbs 8:12-18.


“Behold,
I send you forth as sheep in the midst of wolves: be ye therefore wise as
serpents, and harmless as doves.” – Matthew 10:16.


Decision
defines discretion. In this life, a man with divine discretion is liable of
falling into the captivity by the wiles of the evil men, because of lack of
good sense of judgment, an ignorant of the truth (2 Corinthians 2:11; Ephesians
6:11-13). Until a man make decision for God, his thought can never make him
significant in lifetime, in that the expectation of the indecisive life shall
perish shortly.


“The
fear of the LORD prolongeth days: but the years of the wicked shall be
shortened. The hope of the righteous shall be gladness: but the expectation
of the wicked shall perish. The way of the LORD is strength to the upright:
but destruction shall be to the workers of iniquity. The righteous shall never
be removed: but the wicked shall not inhabit the earth.” – Proverbs 10:27-20.


Now
faith of the power of now decision is the evidence of thoughts and the
substance of hope. Discretion is power and power is wisdom (Jeremiah 10:10-12).
It takes the knowledge of truth to gain the freedom to decide. This means that
discretion makes man with decision of now salvation to get unlimited access of
deliverance to gain dominion in lifetime. Better still, your decision for
deliverance gives you the power, your decision for decree force your
establishment, and your decision for discretion stretch you to signification in
life.


Discretion
is wisdom. Wisdom has been described as the faculty of making the use of
knowledge, a combination of discernment, judgment, equity, sagacity etc. Wisdom
is the principal thing that we all need to fulfill our divine dream in
lifetime. Wisdom is a defense tool for significant living (Ecclesiastes
7:11-12).


“Happy
is the man that findeth wisdom, and the man that getteth understanding. For the
merchandise of it is better than the merchandise of silver, and the gain
thereof than fine gold. She is more precious than rubies: and all the things
thou canst desire are not to be compared unto her. Length of days is in her
right hand; and in her left hand riches and honour. Her ways are ways of
pleasantness, and all her paths are peace. She is a tree of life to them that
lay hold upon her: and happy is every one that retaineth her. The LORD by
wisdom hath founded the earth; by understanding hath he established the
heavens. By his knowledge the depths are broken up, and the clouds drop down
the dew. My son, let not them depart from thine eyes: keep sound wisdom and
discretion: So shall they be life unto thy soul, and grace to thy neck.
Then shalt thou walk in thy way safely, and thy foot shall not stumble. When
thou liest down, thou shalt not be afraid: yea, thou shalt lie down, and thy
sleep shall be sweet.” – Proverbs 3:13-24.


Ignorance
has been said in the old time to be the greatest obstacle to wisdom, but in the
present time, it is not only ignorance anymore but also confusion. God has
never been the author of confusion because He is the God of creation that made
life out of lifeless (Acts 17:30; I Corinthians 14:33).


“The
discretion of a man deferreth his anger; and it is his glory to pass over a
transgression.” – Proverbs 19:11.


Humility
is the mother of all virtues because humility acknowledges that there are
natural laws or principles that govern the actions in our world. The path to
power is laid on humility; the king’s palace is a place of power, in that where
the word of a king is there is power (Ecclesiastes 8:4). This word of a king is
a product of divine wisdom (Proverbs 8:15-16), and this wisdom generates honor
(Proverbs 8:18), but there is no honor without humility first. An honorable
life is a significant life. Divine power without profitable use will dissipate,
developing yours with divine knowledge and wisdom is an irrefutable key you
will ever need. At the center of a significant life is the discretion of
righteousness. We can sum up a life that is significant in his time as follows;


“Praise
ye the LORD. Blessed is the man that feareth the LORD, that delighteth greatly
in his commandments. His seed shall be mighty upon earth: the generation of the
upright shall be blessed. Wealth and riches shall be in his house: and his
righteousness endureth for ever. Unto the upright there ariseth light in the
darkness: he is gracious, and full of compassion, and righteous. A good man
sheweth favour, and lendeth: he will guide his affairs with discretion.
Surely he shall not be moved for ever: the righteous shall be in everlasting
remembrance. He shall not be afraid of evil tidings: his heart is fixed,
trusting in the LORD. His heart is established, he shall not be afraid, until
he see his desire upon his enemies. He hath dispersed, he hath given to the
poor; his righteousness endureth for ever; his horn shall be exalted with honour.
The wicked shall see it, and be grieved; he shall gnash with his teeth, and
melt away: the desire of the wicked shall perish.” – Psalm 112:1-10.


 











Chapter 12


DECISION VERSUS DEATH


Your
decision will define your death in life.


Your
decision is directly proportional to your death provided all the pre-requisites
stated earlier are fulfilled.


Death
is the end of lifetime on earth. Death is the departure of life from this
earth. As our life is proportional to the decision we made to obey the command
of God in returning from iniquity, so also is our death. The last enemy that
shall be destroyed is death (1 Corinthians 15:26; Revelation 20:13-25).


“And
I, if I be lifted up from the earth, will draw all men unto me. This he said, signifying
what death he should die.” – John 12:32-33.


“Then
said Pilate unto them, Take ye him, and judge him according to your law. The
Jews therefore said unto him, It is not lawful for us to put any man to death:
That the saying of Jesus might be fulfilled, which he spake, signifying what
death he should die.” – John 18:31-32.


Your
death is proportional to your decision. Men with divine dream never die
casually without honor. They live a significant life that glory God and their
death were not untimely but at a good old age, they live to fulfill their
mandate in life. God made his promise of good old age lifetime to Abraham, who
is the father of now faith in the race of mankind (Genesis 15:15; 25:8; Romans
4:16), and the promise is to his seed also which is Christ, so as many that
believes in Christ by now faith, have the capacity to live to a good old age, a
long lifetime (Galatians 3:14, 16, 22; Psalm 91:14-16).


“Thus
David the son of Jesse reigned over all Israel. And the time that he reigned
over Israel was forty years; seven years reigned he in Hebron, and thirty and
three years reigned he in Jerusalem. And he died in a good old age, full of
days, riches, and honour: and Solomon his son reigned in his stead.” – 1
Chronicles 29:26-28.


“Verily,
verily, I say unto thee, When thou wast young, thou girdedst thyself, and
walkedst whither thou wouldest: but when thou shalt be old, thou shalt stretch
forth thy hands, and another shall gird thee, and carry thee whither thou
wouldest not. This spake he, signifying by what death he should glorify God.
And when he had spoken this, he saith unto him, Follow me.” – John 21:18-19.


Decision
defines death. A significant life never dies without leaving an occasion for
other living multitudes to make decision for God (Ecclesiastes 7:1-2). Though
death in this earthly life is general for all men, but the decision of each man
for God or not will defines their second death in the eternity. Your decision
in this earthly life will define your eternal death or eternal life (Revelation
2:10-11).


“Verily,
verily, I say unto you, He that heareth my word, and believeth on him that sent
me, hath everlasting life, and shall not come into condemnation; but is passed
from death unto life.” – John 5:24.


“Verily,
verily, I say unto you, If a man keep my saying, he shall never see death.” –
John 8:51.


The
power of decision of now salvation makes man to have victory over death by now
faith in God. It is Christ that own the key of hell and death (Revelation
1:18). The issues from death belong to God (Psalm 68:20). Long life and
abundant life is a product of decision to abide with Christ (Psalm 91:16; John
10:10; Romans 6:23). The sting of death is sin (1 Corinthians 15:56), and it
captivate man from being significant in life. Sin leads in the direction of
death, disempowered decree and destroys dominion of man in life, so it is
impossible for a life to be significant if sin is there.


The
way to eternal death is broader enough to take multitudes at once but the way
to eternal life is narrow enough to take few at once (Matthew 7:13-14). What I
mean is that, only few live a significant life among multitudes of mankind, due
to their power of decision while majority died without knowledge of the truth
(Job 36:10-12).


“There
is a way which seemeth right unto a man, but the end thereof are the ways of
death.” – Proverbs 14:12, 16:25.


 “In
the way of righteousness is life; and in the pathway thereof there is no
death.” – Proverbs 12:28.


“Treasures
of wickedness profit nothing: but righteousness delivereth from death.” –
Proverbs 10:2.


“Riches
profit not in the day of wrath: but righteousness delivereth from death.” –
Proverbs 11:4.


The
death of the righteous are precious in the sight of God, in that they are
people that live significant life (Psalm 116:15). Your decision will determine
your courage in the valley of the shadow of death, and your power to decree
against death in order to fulfill your divine dream in lifetime.


 “Yea,
though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil:
for thou art with me; thy rod and thy staff they comfort me.” – Psalm 23:4.


“I
shall not die, but live, and declare the works of the LORD.” – Psalm 118:17.


Remember
King Hezekiah, he decree against death and made significant impact in his
lifetime:


“In
those days was Hezekiah sick unto death. And Isaiah the prophet the son of Amoz
came unto him, and said unto him, Thus saith the LORD, Set thine house in
order: for thou shalt die, and not live. Then Hezekiah turned his face toward
the wall, and prayed unto the LORD, And said, Remember now, O LORD, I beseech
thee, how I have walked before thee in truth and with a perfect heart, and have
done that which is good in thy sight. And Hezekiah wept sore. Then came the
word of the LORD to Isaiah, saying, Go, and say to Hezekiah, Thus saith the
LORD, the God of David thy father, I have heard thy prayer, I have seen thy
tears: behold, I will add unto thy days fifteen years. And I will deliver thee
and this city out of the hand of the king of Assyria: and I will defend this
city.” – Isaiah 38:1-6.


Remember
Simeon, who the now Spirit of God extended his lifetime in order to see Christ:


“And,
behold, there was a man in Jerusalem, whose name was Simeon; and the same man was
just and devout, waiting for the consolation of Israel: and the Holy Ghost was
upon him. And it was revealed unto him by the Holy Ghost, that he should not
see death, before he had seen the Lord’s Christ. And he came by the Spirit into
the temple: and when the parents brought in the child Jesus, to do for him
after the custom of the law, Then took he him up in his arms, and blessed God,
and said, Lord, now lettest thou thy servant depart in peace, according to thy
word: For mine eyes have seen thy salvation, Which thou hast prepared before
the face of all people; A light to lighten the Gentiles, and the glory of thy
people Israel.” – Luke 2:25-32.

holiness and righteousness before him, all the days of our life.” – Luke
1:73-75.
