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Introduction
I have always been a vibrant, healthy person who occasionally suffered a cold or a fever – nothing major. As such for many, many years I did not know the value of healing as is promised to the believer in the Bible.
I verbally assented to the famous verse “By the stripes of Jesus we are healed”. During those days I remember thinking that praying for healing in a Church Service was a waste of time – we could be praying for something else was my quiet view.
Needless to say, my entire perspective changed when after getting married I begun to experience health challenges. I begun to pay more attention to what God’s Word had to say about healing.
In 2007 my whole life changed when after the birth of my second daughter I begun to experience electrical shocks which could not be explained away. After an examination by a Professor in Neurology I was asked to undergo an MRI Scan.
Nothing prepared me for the results of that scan. I was eventually diagnosed as having Occipital Meningioma - a benign (non- cancerous) tumor that grows out of the meninges (the membrane covering the brain).
Initially though, the Professor thought it was much more than that and so he said I had to have a biopsy the next day. In that moment in my hospital room my life passed in front of my eyes and I saw “unfinished business”. My second child was just two weeks old and I determined that I will live and not die to declare the works of God.
I determined to take God at His Word and begun to meditate in His Word day and night. His Word especially these healing verses took on new meaning for me personally – they became health and life to all my flesh.
My only other option was to have brain surgery and if for whatever reason the operation went wrong I could end up with double vision and or lose the ability to read and write.
I choose not to have the operation instead I choose to believe God for my complete healing and health.
I knew I had a desire to become an author but I had not yet written any books at this time – I was therefore not prepared to risk losing my ability to read and write.
Within 30 days of listening and reading out my healing verses every day a pre-existing fibroids condition totally disappeared.
My symptoms disappeared and with each passing day I get stronger and healthier. During my journey I discovered that God loves me and I love because He first loved me.
I discovered that God hates sickness and He wants me well and sickness free. I discovered the truth that Jesus had taken my place so that today God gives me what Jesus deserves not what I deserve.
This eBook is a collection of the bible verses that have brought the manifestation of the healing that Jesus died to give us in my body and in the body of countless others who have chosen to believe God and take Him at His Word.
My prayer for you is that you will experience healing, health and wholeness in your body as you read, meditate and pray on these scriptures on a daily basis.
Healing is the blood bought right of every believer - The Word still works and it will Work for You!
A Note of Encouragement
I have read through the bible a few times and I have come to know for myself beyond a shadow of a doubt that God is a Good God and He wants His people to live healthy, healed and whole all of their days.
He wants us to live a long and satisfied life. Falling sick and growing old are all a result of the fall in the Garden of Eden and were not God’s original intention for mankind.
When God gave us His Son Jesus; He gave us everything we will ever need! The same blood that redeemed us from sin, poverty and death has also redeemed us from sickness and every curse.
To receive the healing that Jesus died to give us therefore we need to believe in our hearts and confess with our mouth that Jesus bore our sicknesses and diseases at the cross and by His stripes we were and are healed.
To be able to do this in the face of symptoms and sickness in your body or in the body of a loved one, you need to catch a revelation of God’s love for you as revealed in the New Covenant we are now privileged to live and operate by.
God’s love is demonstrated in that whilst we were yet sinners Christ died for us (Romans 5:7-8).
The New Covenant in God’s Word is as stated in Hebrews 8:10 – 13. It is all about what God has done for us and not what we must do as in the case of the Old Covenant. This is because of the finished work of Jesus on the cross for us.
On the cross He became sin for us, our substitute so that today God gives us what Jesus deserves and not what we deserve. Our part is simply to believe and receive.
You need to know beyond a shadow of a doubt that God cannot lie and that He promised before the world begun to keep His Word(Titus 1:2).
The way to come to the place where you can simply believe and know beyond a shadow of a doubt that you can depend on God’s Word and that God will not fail you is to spend time every day speaking His Word to yourself.
You can read it out loud or memorize it and mutter it to yourself every single day. Soon you will realize that you have developed a confidence in God and His Word that you did not have hitherto.
The symptoms may be shouting out at you but you will not be shaken because your house is now built on the unshakeable foundation of his Word. As you continue to speak God’s Word to yourself the symptoms will be become quieter and quieter until one day they disappear altogether.
This has been my personal experience in the case of fibroids in my womb, in the case of water in the brain of one of my nephews, in the case of lung and pancreatic cancer in the body of my sister, in the case of high fevers in the bodies of my children and even in the case of a tumor on the lining of my brain.
Choose to let Jesus – the Living Word make an impression and mark on your life. Let His Word change how you think and how you live. Refuse to let natural, human reasoning or religious tradition make you resist the truth you see in God’s Word.
Embrace and welcome His Word – let His Word become your meditation all day long.
Decide in advance that if anybody’s experience including your own seems to contradict the Word of God you will let go of the experience or experiences and hold on to God’s Word.
Take this attitude and you will grow strong in faith. In time the change that has taken place on the inside of you will begin to change your external circumstances until one day the healing will be manifest in your body for all to see.
Always remember that under the New Covenant God loves us as much as He loves Jesus for we are in Him. There is now no condemnation for us because we are in Christ Jesus and the law of the Spirit of Life in Christ Jesus has set us free from the law of sin and death.
Practice the sense of His Unconditional love for you and you will be able to receive even more easily the health and healing that Jesus died to give you.
Thank God every day that your sins He remembers no more and that you are the righteousness of God in Christ Jesus because Jesus became sin for you (Hebrews 8:12; 2 Corinthians 5:21).

Permit God’s Word to enter your heart, choose to believe it and receive it like the gift it is – from our heavenly father.
Always remember that God’s Word has the power within itself to bring about a manifestation of the Word!
What Is Scripture Meditation?
The bible tells us in Psalm 1:2-3 that the person who delights in God’s Word and meditates on that word day and night will be ever green all year round and whatever that person does will prosper.
You may be asking the question I asked for years – What is scripture meditation?
One of the Hebrew words used in the bible for meditate is “hagah” and it means to murmur (in pleasure or anger); to ponder, mutter, roar, speak, study, talk, utter.
Scripture meditation therefore is when you speak God’s Word to yourself over and over again, think on it, pray it and mutter it.
Allow God’s Word to fill your heart and mind. Think on the scripture you have chosen to meditate on and ponder it in your heart. Soon the Holy Spirit will bring you revelation on that Word and make that Word effectual in your life.
As you continue to meditate, faith will rise up in your heart because you will keep on hearing the Word. Suddenly the Word will become life to you and health to all your flesh.
