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Powerful Prayers of Gratitude to Bring You Closer to God: A 30-Day Prayer Guide
 
    
 
   Praying to God is powerful. There is power in the name of Jesus. Prayer changes things. With prayer you can break every chain. When I pray with passion, consistently to God, something changes in me. However, at times, I don’t know what to pray for so I lean on the Bible. In this book we are going to look at Biblical Truths for a variety of different needs and seasons for your life. I pray this book helps you find time to pray in a way that brings you closer to our loving God.
 
    
 
   Lets start with a prayer.
 
    
 
   Dear heavenly Father, we love you and lift your name up as our sovereign Lord. You are God the Father, God the Son and God the Holy Spirit. We look to you for our salvation, guidance, and protection. We count on you to pour out blessings to take care of our needs financially and emotionally. Even more important we pray for a closer relationship with you that we may also bring that love to our families and our communities. Lord I thank you for each person who reads this book and lifts up these prayers to You. May You use this opportunity to plant Your cross deep in all of our hearts. May your Holy Spirit light a fire inside all of our souls that brings us closer to You. May You transform us from the inside out through Your Word and prayer. We ask that You conform our minds to what is pleasing to You and find joy in the process all the way through. Give all of us a hunger for a deeper understanding and relationship with You well past the last page of this book. Amen.
 
    
 
   I love prayer and worship music to the Lord. Both are a relational way for me to walk with God, fly with the Holy Spirit and have a meal with the Lord Jesus. God made us in His image and we are hard wired for life to worship Him and be in awe of Him. When we get distracted from that purpose, we fall into the habit of worshipping other things. 
 
    
 
   I want to start by saying that there aren’t levels of expert-ship to prayer but there are levels of depth. You don’t graduate or get a degree to accomplish a certain level of greatness in prayer. It is far better to be hungry, thirsty and needy in prayer, compared to being superior and demanding. To give you an idea of what I’m talking about, when I was going through a hard season in my marriage I began to take every opportunity to pray with the Pastor who married us and also guided us through a marriage counseling course. One particular time, at the end of myself, I said, “Pastor I don’t know what to pray!” 
 
    
 
   He told me, “Pray for your wife.”
 
    
 
   I said, “I feel so emotional that I know I will take the position of God, and pray for what I think she needs. I will pray for God to speak truth into her heart. I know what I want her to see in our relationship, but if I pray for it and pour it out, I’m scared that I won’t be praying right or it will be to selfish.”
 
    
 
   Sometimes we don’t know what to pray. Sometimes we don’t know what to ask for. How much authority do we have in the situation? That is what I use the Bible for, to find direction.
 
    
 
   This is a verse from Romans 8:26 that brings me comfort.
 
    
 
   Likewise the Spirit also helpeth our infirmities: for we know not what we should pray for as we ought: but the Spirit itself maketh intercession for us with groanings which cannot be uttered.
 
    
 
   When we break down that verse there is great comfort in the Lord that all we have to do is try and He takes care of the rest. Let us look at what those words truly mean.
 
    
 
   Likewise the Spirit- This is the Holy Spirit that lives in us! This is a relief, it isn’t by our might or perfect words, it’s by God’s mighty and perfect love.
 
    
 
   Helpeth- This word properly means, to aid and support in carrying a burden. We can rely on God that he is our helper!
 
    
 
   Our infirmities- Assists us in our infirmities, or aids us to bear them. This refers to our weakness, and to our various trials in life. God’s Spirit helps us in this, by giving us strength to bear them; by exciting us to make efforts to sustain them, and by ministering to us consolations, and truths and views of our Christian privileges, and all this enable us to endure our trials with joy.
 
    
 
   For we know not- This is where God’s all knowing Holy Spirit takes over again. We sometimes don’t know what is best for us, or know what God is willing to grant us. We are often in deep perplexity over our trials, over being tempted and a host of other things. It is okay to be confused. 
 
    
 
   But the Spirit itself- This takes us right to the power of the Holy Spirit.
 
    
 
   Maketh intercession- This means that the Holy Spirit of God is our advocate for justice as if we are in court.
 
    
 
   With groanings that can’t be uttered- That means that our prayers are so intimate with God that he understands all of our needs and expressions even if we can’t articulate them in words!
 
    
 
   So if you get stuck in doubt when it comes to what to pray for it’s okay. Here’ another Bible verse from Proverbs 3: 5-6 that has us covered.
 
    
 
   Trust in the Lord with all your heart, and do not lean on your own understanding. In all your ways acknowledge him, and He will make straight your paths.
 
    
 
   Thank God we don’t have to know what is best for us!
 
    
 
   As for my wife and our marriage I started to pray for the ability to rely on God’s power to transform me to be a better husband, a better father, a better brother, a better son and a better child of God. I prayed for God to transform my wife in the same way. I began to realize that I might not have power over how my wife thinks and sees things but I do have power and have been given authority “over all the power of the enemy” ( Luke 10:19 ) and I can do great damage to the enemy’s plans when I pray. When I pray this way I realize how Holy our marriage vows are and that God was right there with us when we made our covenant. Of course the enemy would like to put enmity between us and split us apart. He would love for everyone around to see us; another Christian couple that goes to church, not make it. He will use a son or daughter to come between that union, he will use guilt, he will use a job, he will use jealousy, temptation and anything he can to fracture what God has put together. But I have power over all of that through prayer. The devil trembles when even the weakest saint prays.
 
    
 
   The more I prayed the more I had faith that my prayers were being heard and acted upon. I began to refuse to stand by and watch my wife be beaten down by guilt and wearied to the devil’s satisfaction. I refuse to sit idle while an invisible wall goes up between us. I will not allow miscommunication, misperceptions and strangled attitudes to turn into so much confusion that bad choices erode what God has put together.
 
    
 
   We don’t have to pray in a certain way for God to hear us. It is an awesome and powerful thing to hit your knees every morning to pray, or hit your knees in church for communion and prayer, or any other time you want to show submission to God that you are in awe of Him. However, I need God more often than I can get on my knees. I need God when life is squeezing in on me from all sides. I need God when the pressures of life hit me all at once. This can happen when I’m at work, or when I’m driving in the car, or when I’m in a crowded gathering. So I found another Bible verse that helped me understand how to talk to God better.
 
    
 
   “Pray without ceasing.” 1 Thessalonians 5:17
 
    
 
   To me this means you can pray with your thoughts. When life is hitting you from every side and noise and chaos squeezes in, you can still talk to the Lord or silently say, “Thank you” “I love you” or “Help me Lord”. You can reach up to God in any way, any time of day, even at night and anytime time it feels right. 
 
    
 
   God loves us to stay in constant contact with Him. It shows Him we know we need Him. God cherishes a personal relationship with us. He created us in His image. It’s a beautiful thing to talk out loud, or, in your head and laugh with Him. Do it all throughout the day, if you want to keep the devil at bay.
 
    
 
   Find things to remind you to pray. My wife loves roses and humming birds. When I see a rose it reminds me and inspires me to pray for us. So I say, Lord I lift up our marriage to you. Bring our holy union closer to you and prune from us what doesn’t glorify you so we can rejoice over a re-bloom in our life together. Help me to be sensitive to her needs and desires Lord. Open my eyes and heart to her good…
 
    
 
   When I see a humming bird I am reminded of how tiny and high strung my wife is and I lift her up. Lord bless my wife’s thoughts and comfort her with your honey.
 
    
 
   By getting into the habit of praying when we see things, like a beautiful sunrise or sunset, snow on the mountains, the oceans or lakes, awesome trees or flowers and anything glorious that God created or allowed us to create, we can develop a pattern that develops a deeper relationship with God.

   Lord, today I want to thank You for your story. Thank You for doing the will of Your Father that we can be free of sin for Your sacrifice. Make me a new creation that testifies to Your glory. Forgive me for focusing on me and my gains to the point I walk away from You. Forgive me in those times where the darkness settles in and I resort to anger, jealousy, and all the other emotions that pull me further from You. By Your story Lord give me strength to forgive all who have sinned against me. Help me to be slow to anger over anyone who offends me. Show me how You prayed to Your Father to forgive those who were crucifying You for not knowing what they were doing. Cast any hold the enemy has on me into the fire pit and let NOTHING separate me from Your love and grace. Hear my prayers Lord and give me a hedge of protection Lord. Loosen all the Godly angels to watch over me Lord. I ask that You go before me today Lord. Guide my thoughts and steps in Jesus name, amen.

   My Story of Overcoming
 
    
 
   Two great Christian parents raised me but a divorce in the family when I was 13 changed everything. My mom was an incredible encourager but she left. At the time, I was an amazing athlete but I also had an undiagnosed learning disorder, Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder, also know as ADHD. I stopped going to high school my freshman year at the start of the second semester. My entire direction in life changed. Instead of playing baseball at a level that was already being noticed by pro scouts, I ran away.
 
    
 
   Anger ruled my emotions and I rationalized a lot of behavior with thoughts that vocalized into words like these, “This isn’t fair! Life isn’t supposed to be like this! There isn’t any justice!”
 
    
 
   I got involved in smoking and selling marijuana. It started off innocently enough like most of the devil’s tricks. My younger brother also ran away and we survived well enough to rent our own two-bedroom apartment. I was 16 and he was 14.
 
    
 
   Two years later, we had saved up over $20,000 and even though we didn’t stay in contact with our father, or know where our mother was, we were full of an angry pride that said, “We told you we could do it!”
 
    
 
   The Police interrupted us in 1990. I was released from jail on a minimal bail, as it was my first charge. My brother stayed in Juvenile Hall for his entire sentence. I got home that day from jail to our rental house and there was a five-day notice to vacate the premises. Now my anger that this life wasn’t fair was combined with being desperate. I met a methamphetamine dealer at the house across the street and for the first time, tried a drug other than marijuana. I came up with the idea that I would make the money back the police seized before I went to jail. Becoming addicted to meth almost immediately, my life was no longer in my hands or control. The devil was feeding off my negative emotions.
 
    
 
   I ended up spending over 10 years in prison. In a cell in solitary confinement, I had to face my learning disorder or go crazy. Up to that point, my reading comprehension was almost zero. My mind always went way to fast to focus on the words on a page. I would read a page and realize I was daydreaming and try to remember one character’s name, or anything else, and couldn’t. Again I would try, same thing. Now in a cell, with nothing else around me, I was able to read a little better.
 
    
 
   Eventually, I started writing and found a way to turn what I had been through into a blessing. At first it started with drug war and prison books with a redemptive and spiritual theme. Those books are now best sellers. Now I write books on inspiration like this one. I also speak as a guest Lecturer at Criminal Justice Universities, Civic Events and High Schools to kids. I give back in other ways by helping prisoners find hope. I’m also an usher at my church! 
 
    
 
   I don’t hide what I’ve been through. I let my light shine and give glory to how God is using me.

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   Chapter 1
 
   Praying to God is one of the most powerful things we as believers can do. When we take the Word of God and pray, the devil trembles in fear. I pray this book helps you get closer to God. I pray this book touches your soul exactly where it needs to be touched. God sent His Son to give us eternal life. God also sent His Son as an example and testimony of His Love for us. We can take the story of Jesus, as told through the books in the New Testament, and learn from the miracles Jesus performed. I pray that as each person reads this book God ignites a deeper faith in each one of us that He is able to continue to perform miracles.
 
   Miracles of Jesus #1: Born of a virgin
 
   In the New Testament of the Bible, Jesus is described as being the Messiah who was promised by the prophets of the Old Testament of the Bible. Let’s look at some of those predictions. In Micah 5:2 NIV
 
   “But you, Bethlehem Ephrathah, though you are small among the clans of Judah, out of you will come for me one who will be ruler over Israel, whose origins are from of old, from ancient times.”
 
    
 
   Isaiah 7:14 (NIV)
 
   14 Therefore the Lord himself will give you a sign: The virgin will conceive and give birth to a son, and will call him Immanuel.
 
   2 Samuel 7:12-13 (NIV)
 
   12 When your days are over and you rest with your ancestors, I will raise up your offspring to succeed you, your own flesh and blood, and I will establish his kingdom. 13 He is the one who will build a house for my Name, and I will establish the throne of his kingdom forever.
 
   Jesus is fully God and fully human. God allowed himself to be born as a person, to live among people and to teach people about God's plan of salvation and to die for our sins. Because Jesus also is human, he is called the Son of God and the Son of Man.
 
   Jesus was born to a woman named Mary about 2000 years ago in the town of Bethlehem, near Jerusalem, in the Biblical land of Israel. Mary was engaged to a man named Joseph. In Matthew 1:20, Joseph is called a "son of David," meaning he is a descendant of King David, who ruled over Israel about 3000 years ago.
 
   Mary was a virgin when she became pregnant with Jesus. The miracle of the virgin birth of Jesus is recorded in the gospels of Matthew and Luke in the New Testament of the Bible. In the Gospel of Matthew, it says:
 
   This is how the birth of Jesus the Messiah came about: His mother Mary was pledged to be married to Joseph, but before they came together, she was found to be pregnant through the Holy Spirit. Because Joseph her husband was faithful to the law, and yet did not want to expose her to public disgrace, he had in mind to divorce her quietly.
 
    
 
   But after he had considered this, an angel of the Lord appeared to him in a dream and said, "Joseph son of David, do not be afraid to take Mary home as your wife, because what is conceived in her is from the Holy Spirit. She will give birth to a son, and you are to give him the name Jesus, because he will save his people from their sins."
 
    
 
   All this took place to fulfill what the Lord had said through the prophet: "The virgin will conceive and give birth to a son, and they will call him Immanuel" (which means "God with us").
 
    
 
   When Joseph woke up, he did what the angel of the Lord had commanded him and took Mary home as his wife. But he did not consummate their marriage until she gave birth to a son. And he gave him the name Jesus.

   Dear Lord and Father, I thank you for the Bible. It is so amazing in its depth. Oh how wonderful it is to be renewed by the enormity of Your Word. To see how You used people who are referred to as “Scribes” to write Your inspired Word, is amazing. I thank You for showing me without a single doubt that all of Your Word is true.    Chapter 2
 
   Miracles of Jesus #2: Changing water into wine
 
   The first miracle Jesus performs during His ministry is changing water into wine at a marriage feast in Cana John 2: 1-11. When we compare what Jesus Christ and Moses each did with water, Jesus' miracle shows the contrast between law and grace. Moses changes water to blood, and Christ changes it into wine. Earlier, in John 1:17, the apostle John writes, "For the law was given through Moses, and grace and truth came through Jesus Christ." Moses' turning of water into blood suggests judgment ( Exodus 7: 14-17 ), while Jesus' turning of water into wine implies generosity and joy. In John 3:17, John comments, "For God did not send His Son into the world to condemn the world [what the law does to sinners], but that the world through Him might be saved [what grace does for those who repent]."
 
   This miracle demonstrates at the earliest possible time that Christ's ministry would be one of grace and truth, as an extension and complement of the Law and the Prophets ( Matthew 5: 17-19 ). Jesus had come to fulfill God's law, that is, to teach it and live it as an example of how to apply it to everyday life ( Luke 24: 44-45 ).
 
    
 
   Dear Heavenly Father, You are my sovereign God. You are all powerful. You are all knowing. You are everywhere at once. Thank You for the gift of marriage the way You intend it in the Bible. Thank You that there is joy in Marriage and that it is so important to You that Jesus made sure to show us that. Thank You that this miracle speaks to me about how important it is to have the marriage and the community tied to You. I pray you bless my marriage and keep it Holy. Protect it Father God with all of Your Power and Grace, in Jesus name, amen.
 
   Chapter 3
 
   Miracles of Jesus #3: Healing of the royal official's son
 
   (John 4:46-54) NIV

A royal official went to Cana when he heard that Jesus was there and begged Jesus to heal his son, who was at the point of death in Capernaum. Jesus told the man that his son would live. The events are described in the Gospel of John:
 
   Once more he visited Cana in Galilee, where he had turned the water into wine. And there was a certain royal official whose son lay sick at Capernaum. When this man heard that Jesus had arrived in Galilee from Judea, he went to him and begged him to come and heal his son, who was close to death.
 
    
 
   "Unless you people see signs and wonders," Jesus told him, "you will never believe."
 
    
 
   The royal official said, "Sir, come down before my child dies."
 
    
 
   "Go," Jesus replied, "your son will live."
 
    
 
   The man took Jesus at his word and departed. While he was still on the way, his servants met him with the news that his boy was living. When he inquired as to the time when his son got better, they said to him, "Yesterday, at one in the afternoon, the fever left him."
 
    
 
   Then the father realized that this was the exact time at which Jesus had said to him, "Your son will live." So he and his whole household believed.
 
    
 
   This was the second sign Jesus performed after coming from Judea to Galilee.
 
    
 
   Thank You Father God that You heal the sick. Lord I don’t understand why some people get sick and You take them to heaven and others You heal. It is so great that it passes my understanding. I thank You that You do beat cancer and diseases of all sorts. I thank You that You still do miracles that make Doctors wonder in awe. These miracles are an amazing way to show people Your Almighty Power. I pray You heal more and more people in these last days to bring more awareness of Your Glory, in Jesus name, amen.
 
   Chapter 4
 
   Miracles of Jesus #4: Healing of a man possessed by a demon in Capernaum
 
   (Mark 1:21-28, Luke 4:33-37) NIV

As Jesus was preaching in a synagogue in Capernaum, a man who was possessed by a demon began shouting at Jesus. Jesus healed the man and news of the miracle spread quickly throughout the  area of Galilee, which is in the northern part of the Biblical land of Israel.
 
   As described in the Gospel of Mark:
 
   They went to Capernaum, and when the Sabbath came, Jesus went into the synagogue and began to teach. The people were amazed at his teaching, because he taught them as one who had authority, not as the teachers of the law. Just then a man in their synagogue who was possessed by an impure spirit cried out, "What do you want with us, Jesus of Nazareth? Have you come to destroy us? I know who you are - the Holy One of God!"
 
    
 
   "Be quiet!" said Jesus sternly. "Come out of him!" The impure spirit shook the man violently and came out of him with a shriek.
 
    
 
   The people were all so amazed that they asked each other, "What is this? A new teaching - and with authority! He even gives orders to impure spirits and they obey him." News about him spread quickly over the whole region of Galilee.
 
    
 
   I thank You Father God for Your love that passes all understanding. I thank You that You don’t allow the work of the devil to win for long. I thank You that You showed me that there are unclean spirits and that if I conform my thoughts on You they will flee in the Powerful and Mighty name of Jesus. I Thank You Lord for walking with us and being tempted in every way to know our struggles. I pray that you remove all of my defects of character and any unclean spirits that try to keep me from You.    Chapter 5
 
   Miracles of Jesus #5: Healing of Simon Peter's mother-in-law
 
   After Jesus healed the demon-possessed man in the synagogue in Capernaum, he and his disciples went to the home of Simon Peter and Andrew, where the mother-in-law of Peter (also known as Simon and as Simon Peter) was sick with a high fever. As described in the Gospel of Luke:
 
   Jesus left the synagogue and went to the home of Simon. Now Simon's mother-in-law was suffering from a high fever, and they asked Jesus to help her. So he bent over her and rebuked the fever, and it left her. She got up at once and began to wait on them.
 
    
 
   Dear Heavenly Father thank You for the power I have in the name of Jesus. I pray you build my faith day by day, in every way. I love that I can rebuke the devil and he will flee. Thank You for once again showing me that You never fail Lord, in Jesus name, amen.
 
    
 
   Chapter 6
 
   Miracles of Jesus #6: Healing the sick during the evening
 
   (Matt 8:16, Mark 1:32, Luke 4:40) NIV

After describing how Jesus healed Peter the Apostle's mother-in-law in Capernaum, the Gospels of Matthew, Mark and Luke say that Jesus healed many people during the evening, of all kinds of illnesses. As explained in the Gospel of Luke:
 
   At sunset, the people brought to Jesus all who had various kinds of sickness, and laying his hands on each one, he healed them. Moreover, demons came out of many people, shouting, "You are the Son of God!" But he rebuked them and would not allow them to speak, because they knew he was the Messiah.
 
    
 
   Dear Heavenly Father, I thank You for sending Your Son to heal so many as a powerful testimony of Your love and grace. Thank You for showing me that evil spirits don’t stand a chance against You. Thank You for showing me that with even a tiny amount of faith You will reward me with great power in Your name. Lord I pray for those around me who are sick. I pray that even those with brain cancer are healed. Lord let these miracles of Your Hand be seen in the present.    Miracles of Jesus #7: Catching a large number of fish
 
   (Luke 5:3-10) NIV

The Bible describes more than one miracle of Jesus involving the catching of fish. In this incident, described in the Gospel of Luke, Jesus is sitting in a boat, talking to people on the shore of the Sea of Galilee. Afterwards, he instructs Peter (also known as Simon) to take the boat further into the lake:
 
   He got into one of the boats, the one belonging to Simon, and asked him to put out a little from shore. Then he sat down and taught the people from the boat.
 
    
 
   When he had finished speaking, he said to Simon, "Put out into deep water, and let down the nets for a catch."
 
    
 
   Simon answered, "Master, we've worked hard all night and haven't caught anything. But because you say so, I will let down the nets."
 
    
 
   When they had done so, they caught such a large number of fish that their nets began to break. So they signaled their partners in the other boat to come and help them, and they came and filled both boats so full that they began to sink.
 
    
 
   When Simon Peter saw this, he fell at Jesus' knees and said, "Go away from me, Lord; I am a sinful man!" For he and all his companions were astonished at the catch of fish they had taken, and so were James and John, the sons of Zebedee, Simon's partners.
 
    
 
   Then Jesus said to Simon, "Don't be afraid; from now on you will fish for people."
 
    
 
   Dear Lord God, my Father in Heaven, I thank You for this message. Thank You for showing me that You always provide for my needs. Thank You for showing me what is really important, Your Kingdom. Thank You for using fisherman. Thank You for using regular, hardworking men, to do Your work. I Thank You for making me a fisher of men. Lord help me go deeper in faith. I pray You guide me to exactly where it is You want me to go. I pray You cast my net wide and deep for me Lord. I pray Your will be done in Jesus name, amen.
 
    
 
   Chapter 8
 
   Miracles of Jesus #8: Healing a leper
 
   (Matthew 8:1-3, Mark 1:40-42) NIV

After preaching the Sermon on the Mount (Matthew 5-7), Jesus came down the hillside followed by a large crowd. A leper approached Jesus and was miraculously healed of his skin disease.
 
   As described in the book of Matthew:
 
   When Jesus came down from the mountainside, large crowds followed him. A man with leprosy came and knelt before him and said, "Lord, if you are willing, you can make me clean."
 
    
 
   Jesus reached out his hand and touched the man. "I am willing," he said. "Be clean!" Immediately he was cleansed of his leprosy.
 
    
 
   Dear Heavenly Father, my Almighty Lord, I pray for healing for those around me with skin diseases. I thank You for hearing these words and being willing to do the healing. Lord with You nothing is impossible! Lord You say to ask and it shall be given, so I am asking You to be willing. Lord I thank You for these miracles in Jesus name, amen.
 
    
 
   Chapter 9
 
   Miracles of Jesus #9: Healing a centurion's servant
 
   (Matthew 8:5-13, Luke 7:1-10) NIV

During one of Jesus' visits to the town of Capernaum, a centurion, through middlemen, asked Jesus to heal the centurion's servant who was ill and near death. Jesus agreed to go to centurion's house and heal the centurion's servant. But the centurion, through his friends, told Jesus that the centurion felt unworthy to have Jesus come into his home. Jesus praised the centurion for his faith and the servant was healed.
 
   As explained in the Gospel of Luke:
 
   When Jesus had finished saying all this to the people who were listening, he entered Capernaum. There a centurion's servant, whom his master valued highly, was sick and about to die. The centurion heard of Jesus and sent some elders of the Jews to him, asking him to come and heal his servant. When they came to Jesus, they pleaded earnestly with him, "This man deserves to have you do this, because he loves our nation and has built our synagogue." So Jesus went with them.
 
    
 
   He was not far from the house when the centurion sent friends to say to him: "Lord, don't trouble yourself, for I do not deserve to have you come under my roof. That is why I did not even consider myself worthy to come to you. But say the word, and my servant will be healed. For I myself am a man under authority, with soldiers under me. I tell this one, 'Go,' and he goes; and that one, 'Come,' and he comes. I say to my servant, 'Do this,' and he does it."
 
    
 
   When Jesus heard this, he was amazed at him, and turning to the crowd following him, he said, "I tell you, I have not found such great faith even in Israel." Then the men who had been sent returned to the house and found the servant well.
 
    
 
   Dear Heavenly Father I thank You for this story. I thank You that this man of great faith and power was humbled in the presence of the Almighty Jesus. I thank You for having mercy on the humble. I pray for this kind of combined faith, power and humility Lord. I thank You for hearing my prayers in Jesus name, amen. 
 
    
 
   Chapter 10
 
   Miracles of Jesus# 10: Healing a paralyzed man
 
   (Matthew 9:1-8, Mark 2:1-12, Luke 5:18-26) NIV

While Jesus was staying at a house in Capernaum, a group of men tried to bring a paralyzed man to Jesus so that Jesus would heal him. But, there was a large crowd inside and outside of the house, so the men had to find a creative way to get the paralyzed man to Jesus. The men succeeded and Jesus miraculously healed the man.
 
   As explained in the Gospel of Luke:
 
   Some men came carrying a paralyzed man on a mat and tried to take him into the house to lay him before Jesus. When they could not find a way to do this because of the crowd, they went up on the roof and lowered him on his mat through the tiles into the middle of the crowd, right in front of Jesus.
 
    
 
   When Jesus saw their faith, he said, "Friend, your sins are forgiven."
 
    
 
   The Pharisees and the teachers of the law began thinking to themselves, "Who is this fellow who speaks blasphemy? Who can forgive sins but God alone?"
 
    
 
   Jesus knew what they were thinking and asked, "Why are you thinking these things in your hearts? Which is easier: to say, 'Your sins are forgiven,' or to say, 'Get up and walk'? But I want you to know that the Son of Man has authority on earth to forgive sins." So he said to the paralyzed man, "I tell you, get up, take your mat and go home." Immediately he stood up in front of them, took what he had been lying on and went home praising God. Everyone was amazed and gave praise to God. They were filled with awe and said, "We have seen remarkable things today."
 
    
 
   Dear Heavenly Father I thank You for this awesome story of healing. Thank You that with great faith in Your Almighty healing power it was okay for these men to break their own traditional laws to get close to You! Thank You for showing Yourself so clearly that those men of faith went to any length to get close to You.    (Matthew 12:9-14, Mark 3:1-6, Luke 6:6-10) NIV

While Jesus was in a Synagogue; he saw a man with a deformed hand and miraculously healed him. The event was witnessed by opponents of Jesus who plotted to have Jesus killed.
 
   As explained in the Gospel of Mark:
 
   Another time Jesus went into the synagogue, and a man with a shriveled hand was there. Some of them were looking for a reason to accuse Jesus, so they watched him closely to see if he would heal him on the Sabbath. Jesus said to the man with the shriveled hand, "Stand up in front of everyone."
 
    
 
   Then Jesus asked them, "Which is lawful on the Sabbath: to do good or to do evil, to save life or to kill?" But they remained silent.
 
    
 
   He looked around at them in anger and, deeply distressed at their stubborn hearts, said to the man, "Stretch out your hand." He stretched it out, and his hand was completely restored. Then the Pharisees went out and began to plot with the Herodians how they might kill Jesus.
 
    
 
   Dear Heavenly Father, I thank You for showing me this story. Thank You for sending Your Son to show the world that You don’t condone hypocrites who judge others. Thank You for sending Your Son to show me that rules and laws just make me need Your Grace even more.    Chapter 12
 
   Miracles of Jesus #12: Raising a widow's son
 
   (Luke 7:11-17) NIV

Jesus traveled to the town of Nain with his disciples and a large crowd of followers. As they approached the town gate, the dead child of a widow was being carried out. After Jesus saw the widow, he miraculously brought the dead child back to life and gave him back to his mother.
 
   As explained in the Gospel of Luke:
 
   Soon afterward, Jesus went to a town called Nain, and his disciples and a large crowd went along with him. As he approached the town gate, a dead person was being carried out - the only son of his mother, and she was a widow. And a large crowd from the town was with her. When the Lord saw her, his heart went out to her and he said, "Don't cry."
 
    
 
   Then he went up and touched the bier they were carrying him on, and the bearers stood still. He said, "Young man, I say to you, get up!" The dead man sat up and began to talk, and Jesus gave him back to his mother.

   As explained in the Gospel of Matthew:
 
   Then he got into the boat and his disciples followed him. Suddenly a furious storm came up on the lake, so that the waves swept over the boat. But Jesus was sleeping. The disciples went and woke him, saying, "Lord, save us! We're going to drown!"
 
    
 
   He replied, "You of little faith, why are you so afraid?" Then he got up and rebuked the winds and the waves, and it was completely calm.
 
    
 
   The men were amazed and asked, "What kind of man is this? Even the winds and the waves obey him!"

   They went across the lake to the region of the Gerasenes. When Jesus got out of the boat, a man with an impure spirit came from the tombs to meet him. This man lived in the tombs, and no one could bind him anymore, not even with a chain. He had often been chained hand and foot, but he tore the chains apart and broke the irons on his feet. No one was strong enough to subdue him. Night and day among the tombs and in the hills he would cry out and cut himself with stones.
 
    
 
   When he saw Jesus from a distance, he ran and fell on his knees in front of him. He shouted at the top of his voice, "What do you want with me, Jesus, Son of the Most High God? In God's name don't torture me!" For Jesus had said to him, "Come out of this man, you impure spirit!"
 
    
 
   Then Jesus asked him, "What is your name?"
 
    
 
   "My name is Legion," he replied, "for we are many." And he begged Jesus again and again not to send them out of the area.
 
    
 
   A large herd of pigs was feeding on the nearby hillside. The demons begged Jesus, "Send us among the pigs; allow us to go into them." He gave them permission, and the impure spirits came out and went into the pigs. The herd, about two thousand in number, rushed down the steep bank into the lake and were drowned.

   And a woman was there who had been subject to bleeding for twelve years. She had suffered a great deal under the care of many doctors and had spent all she had, yet instead of getting better she grew worse. When she heard about Jesus, she came up behind him in the crowd and touched his cloak, because she thought, "If I just touch his clothes, I will be healed." Immediately her bleeding stopped and she felt in her body that she was freed from her suffering.
 
    
 
   At once Jesus realized that power had gone out from him. He turned around in the crowd and asked, "Who touched my clothes?"
 
    
 
   "You see the people crowding against you," his disciples answered, "and yet you can ask, 'Who touched me?' "
 
    
 
   But Jesus kept looking around to see who had done it. Then the woman, knowing what had happened to her, came and fell at his feet and, trembling with fear, told him the whole truth. He said to her, "Daughter, your faith has healed you. Go in peace and be freed from your suffering."
 
    
 
   Dear Heavenly Father thank You for this story. The doctors couldn’t heal this lady and she was at the end of herself. She risked being scorned by entering the community when there were rules in place to keep her out of the community for being unclean because of her bleeding. Yet by faith she came to Jesus.    (Matthew 9:18-19, 23-25; Mark 5:22-24, 35-43; Luke 8:41-42, 49-56) NIV

The Gospels of Matthew, Mark and Luke describe a miracle in which Jesus restores to life Jairus' daughter. Jairus was a synagogue leader who pleaded with Jesus to come to his house because his daughter was dying. While Jesus was walking to Jairus' house, a woman suffering from internal bleeding touched Jesus and was healed (Matthew 9:20-22, Mark 5:25-34, Luke 8:43-48). Before Jesus arrived at Jairus' house, Jairus was told that his daughter was already dead. Jesus went to his home and brought his daughter back to life.
 
   As described in the Gospel of Luke:
 
   Then a man named Jairus, a synagogue leader, came and fell at Jesus' feet, pleading with him to come to his house because his only daughter, a girl of about twelve, was dying.
 
    
 
   As Jesus was on his way, the crowds almost crushed him.
 
    
 
   While Jesus was still speaking, someone came from the house of Jairus, the synagogue leader. "Your daughter is dead," he said. "Don't bother the teacher anymore."
 
    
 
   Hearing this, Jesus said to Jairus, "Don't be afraid; just believe, and she will be healed."
 
    
 
   When he arrived at the house of Jairus, he did not let anyone go in with him except Peter, John and James, and the child's father and mother. Meanwhile, all the people were wailing and mourning for her. "Stop wailing," Jesus said. "She is not dead but asleep."
 
    
 
   They laughed at him, knowing that she was dead. But he took her by the hand and said, "My child, get up!" Her spirit returned, and at once she stood up. Then Jesus told them to give her something to eat. Her parents were astonished, but he ordered them not to tell anyone what had happened.

   As explained in the Gospel of John:
 
   One who was there had been an invalid for thirty-eight years. When Jesus saw him lying there and learned that he had been in this condition for a long time, he asked him, "Do you want to get well?"
 
    
 
   "Sir," the invalid replied, "I have no one to help me into the pool when the water is stirred. While I am trying to get in, someone else goes down ahead of me."
 
    
 
   Then Jesus said to him, "Get up! Pick up your mat and walk." At once the man was cured; he picked up his mat and walked.
 
    
 
   The day on which this took place was a Sabbath, and so the Jewish leaders said to the man who had been healed, "It is the Sabbath; the law forbids you to carry your mat."
 
    
 
   But he replied, "The man who made me well said to me, 'Pick up your mat and walk.' "
 
    
 
   So they asked him, "Who is this fellow who told you to pick it up and walk?"
 
    
 
   The man who was healed had no idea who it was, for Jesus had slipped away into the crowd that was there.
 
    
 
   Later Jesus found him at the temple and said to him, "See, you are well again. Stop sinning or something worse may happen to you." The man went away and told the Jewish leaders that it was Jesus who had made him well.
 
    
 
   So, because Jesus was doing these things on the Sabbath, the Jewish leaders began to persecute him. In his defense Jesus said to them, "My Father is always at his work to this very day, and I too am working."

Each of the four Gospels describes the miracle in which Jesus miraculously fed 5,000 men and their families.
 
   As explained in the Gospel of John:
 
   When Jesus looked up and saw a great crowd coming toward him, he said to Philip, "Where shall we buy bread for these people to eat?" He asked this only to test him, for he already had in mind what he was going to do.
 
    
 
   Philip answered him, "It would take more than half a year's wages to buy enough bread for each one to have a bite!"
 
    
 
   Another of his disciples, Andrew, Simon Peter's brother, spoke up, "Here is a boy with five small barley loaves and two small fish, but how far will they go among so many?"
 
    
 
   Jesus said, "Have the people sit down." There was plenty of grass in that place, and they sat down (about five thousand men were there). Jesus then took the loaves, gave thanks, and distributed to those who were seated as much as they wanted. He did the same with the fish.
 
    
 
   When they had all had enough to eat, he said to his disciples, "Gather the pieces that are left over. Let nothing be wasted." So they gathered them and filled twelve baskets with the pieces of the five barley loaves left over by those who had eaten.
 
    
 
   After the people saw the sign Jesus performed, they began to say, "Surely this is the Prophet who is to come into the world."

After the miraculous feeding of 5,000 men and their families (Matthew 14:16-21, Mark 6:35-44, Luke 9:12-17, John 6:5-14), Jesus told his disciples to get into a boat and go to the other side of the Sea of Galilee. He then dismissed the crowd and went up a mountain by himself to pray. Afterwards, Jesus performed a miracle of walking on water.
 
   As explained in the Gospel of Matthew, this gives the most detailed account of the miracle in comparison to the Gospels of Mark and John:
 
   Immediately Jesus made the disciples get into the boat and go on ahead of him to the other side, while he dismissed the crowd. After he had dismissed them, he went up on a mountainside by himself to pray. Later that night, he was there alone, and the boat was already a considerable distance from land, buffeted by the waves because the wind was against it.
 
    
 
   Shortly before dawn Jesus went out to them, walking on the lake. When the disciples saw him walking on the lake, they were terrified. "It's a ghost," they said, and cried out in fear.
 
    
 
   But Jesus immediately said to them: "Take courage! It is I. Don't be afraid."
 
    
 
   "Lord, if it's you," Peter replied, "tell me to come to you on the water."
 
    
 
   "Come," he said.
 
    
 
   Then Peter got down out of the boat, walked on the water and came toward Jesus. But when he saw the wind, he was afraid and, beginning to sink, cried out, "Lord, save me!"
 
    
 
   Immediately Jesus reached out his hand and caught him. "You of little faith," he said, "why did you doubt?"
 
    
 
   And when they climbed into the boat, the wind died down. Then those who were in the boat worshiped him, saying, "Truly you are the Son of God."

The residents there recognized Jesus and went to him to be miraculously healed of various ailments. Even the people who touched Jesus' clothing were healed.
 
   As explained in the Gospel of Mark:
 
   When they had crossed over, they landed at Gennesaret and anchored there. As soon as they got out of the boat, people recognized Jesus. They ran throughout that whole region and carried the sick on mats to wherever they heard he was. And wherever he went-into villages, towns or countryside-they placed the sick in the marketplaces. They begged him to let them touch even the edge of his cloak, and all who touched it were healed.
 
    
 
   Dear Heavenly Father, thank You for this story. Thank You for showing me that You don’t turn any away who turn to You in faith. That is all it takes, a little faith and You move.    Jesus did not answer a word. So his disciples came to him and urged him, "Send her away, for she keeps crying out after us."
 
    
 
   He answered, "I was sent only to the lost sheep of Israel."
 
    
 
   The woman came and knelt before him. "Lord, help me!" she said.
 
    
 
   He replied, "It is not right to take the children's bread and toss it to the dogs."
 
    
 
   "Yes it is, Lord," she said. "Even the dogs eat the crumbs that fall from their master's table."
 
    
 
   Then Jesus said to her, "Woman, you have great faith! Your request is granted." And her daughter was healed at that moment.

   Chapter 24
 
   Miracles of Jesus #24: Healing a deaf man with a speech impediment
 
   (Mark 7:31-37)

After Jesus left the region of Tyre, some people brought to him a man who was deaf and had difficulty speaking. Jesus miraculously healed the man of both ailments. As explained in the Gospel of Mark:
 
   Then Jesus left the vicinity of Tyre and went through Sidon, down to the Sea of Galilee and into the region of the Decapolis. There some people brought to him a man who was deaf and could hardly talk, and they begged Jesus to place his hand on him.
 
    
 
   After he took him aside, away from the crowd, Jesus put his fingers into the man's ears. Then he spit and touched the man's tongue. He looked up to heaven and with a deep sigh said to him, "Ephphatha!" (which means "Be opened!"). At this, the man's ears were opened, his tongue was loosened and he began to speak plainly.
 
    
 
   Jesus commanded them not to tell anyone. But the more he did so, the more they kept talking about it. People were overwhelmed with amazement. "He has done everything well," they said. "He even makes the deaf hear and the mute speak."
 
    
 
   Dear Heavenly Father, thank You for this story. Lord nothing is impossible for You. You formed the earth and made us in Your image. Lord how high is You love? How deep is Your love? Jesus miraculously healed them. At one time, there was a large crowd of about 4000 men and their families who had nothing to eat. Jesus miraculously fed them. As explained in the Gospel of Matthew:
 
   Jesus left there and went along the Sea of Galilee. Then he went up on a mountainside and sat down. Great crowds came to him, bringing the lame, the blind, the crippled, the mute and many others, and laid them at his feet; and he healed them. The people were amazed when they saw the mute speaking, the crippled made well, the lame walking and the blind seeing. And they praised the God of Israel.
 
    
 
   Jesus called his disciples to him and said, "I have compassion for these people; they have already been with me three days and have nothing to eat. I do not want to send them away hungry, or they may collapse on the way."
 
    
 
   His disciples answered, "Where could we get enough bread in this remote place to feed such a crowd?"
 
    
 
   "How many loaves do you have?" Jesus asked.
 
    
 
   "Seven," they replied, "and a few small fish."
 
    
 
   He told the crowd to sit down on the ground. Then he took the seven loaves and the fish, and when he had given thanks, he broke them and gave them to the disciples, and they in turn to the people. They all ate and were satisfied. Afterward the disciples picked up seven basketfuls of broken pieces that were left over. The number of those who ate was four thousand men, besides women and children. After Jesus had sent the crowd away, he got into the boat and went to the vicinity of Magadan.

   Miracles of Jesus #26: Healing a blind man in Bethsaida
 
   (Mark 8:22-26)

The New Testament of the Bible records more than one miracle in which Jesus healed people who were blind. In John 9:1-41, Jesus mixes saliva with dirt and spreads the mud on the blind person's eyes and he is miraculously able to see. The Gospel of Mark describes another miracle in which Jesus puts saliva on a man's eyes:
 
   They came to Bethsaida, and some people brought a blind man and begged Jesus to touch him. He took the blind man by the hand and led him outside the village. When he had spit on the man's eyes and put his hands on him, Jesus asked, "Do you see anything?"
 
    
 
   He looked up and said, "I see people; they look like trees walking around."
 
    
 
   Once more Jesus put his hands on the man's eyes. Then his eyes were opened, his sight was restored, and he saw everything clearly. Jesus sent him home, saying, "Don't even go into the village."
 
    
 
   Dear Heavenly Father I thank You for this story. Lord sometimes it seems like either I’m blind or the people around me are blind with confusion.    "Neither this man nor his parents sinned," said Jesus, "but this happened so that the works of God might be displayed in him. As long as it is day, we must do the works of him who sent me. Night is coming, when no one can work. While I am in the world, I am the light of the world."
 
    
 
   After saying this, he spit on the ground, made some mud with the saliva, and put it on the man's eyes. "Go," he told him, "wash in the Pool of Siloam" (this word means "Sent"). So the man went and washed, and came home seeing.
 
    
 
   His neighbors and those who had formerly seen him begging asked, "Isn't this the same man who used to sit and beg?" Some claimed that he was.
 
    
 
   Others said, "No, he only looks like him."
 
    
 
   But he himself insisted, "I am the man."
 
    
 
   "How then were your eyes opened?" they asked.
 
    
 
   He replied, "The man they call Jesus made some mud and put it on my eyes. He told me to go to Siloam and wash. So I went and washed, and then I could see."
 
    
 
   "Where is this man?" they asked him.
 
    
 
   "I don't know," he said.

   When they came to the crowd, a man approached Jesus and knelt before him. "Lord, have mercy on my son," he said. "He has seizures and is suffering greatly. He often falls into the fire or into the water. I brought him to your disciples, but they could not heal him."
 
    
 
   "You unbelieving and perverse generation," Jesus replied, "how long shall I stay with you? How long shall I put up with you? Bring the boy here to me." Jesus rebuked the demon, and it came out of the boy, and he was healed at that moment.
 
    
 
   Then the disciples came to Jesus in private and asked, "Why couldn't we drive it out?"
 
    
 
   He replied, "Because you have so little faith. Truly I tell you, if you have faith as small as a mustard seed, you can say to this mountain, 'Move from here to there,' and it will move. Nothing will be impossible for you."

   When Peter came into the house, Jesus was the first to speak. "What do you think, Simon?" he asked. "From whom do the kings of the earth collect duty and taxes-from their own children or from others?"
 
    
 
   "From others," Peter answered.
 
    
 
   "Then the children are exempt," Jesus said to him. "But so that we may not cause offense, go to the lake and throw out your line. Take the first fish you catch; open its mouth and you will find a four-drachma coin. Take it and give it to them for my tax and yours."

   One Sabbath, when Jesus went to eat in the house of a prominent Pharisee, he was being carefully watched. There in front of him was a man suffering from abnormal swelling of his body. Jesus asked the Pharisees and experts in the law, "Is it lawful to heal on the Sabbath or not?" But they remained silent. So taking hold of the man, he healed him and sent him on his way.
 
    
 
   Then he asked them, "If one of you has a child or an ox that falls into a well on the Sabbath day, will you not immediately pull it out?" And they had nothing to say.

   Now on his way to Jerusalem, Jesus traveled along the border between Samaria and Galilee. As he was going into a village, ten men who had leprosy met him. They stood at a distance and called out in a loud voice, "Jesus, Master, have pity on us!"
 
    
 
   When he saw them, he said, "Go, show yourselves to the priests." And as they went, they were cleansed.
 
    
 
   One of them, when he saw he was healed, came back, praising God in a loud voice. He threw himself at Jesus' feet and thanked him-and he was a Samaritan.
 
    
 
   Jesus asked, "Were not all ten cleansed? Where are the other nine? Has no one returned to give praise to God except this foreigner?" Then he said to him, "Rise and go; your faith has made you well."

   Lazarus had been dead in a tomb for four days before Jesus arrived in the town of Bethany, which was about two miles from Jerusalem. When Jesus arrived, some of the people who were mourning with the sisters questioned whether Jesus, who was able to heal a blind man, could have done something to have prevented Lazarus from dying (John 11:37).
 
   Jesus then went to the tomb that held Lazarus' body:
 
   Jesus, once more deeply moved, came to the tomb. It was a cave with a stone laid across the entrance. "Take away the stone," he said.
 
    
 
   "But, Lord," said Martha, the sister of the dead man, "by this time there is a bad odor, for he has been there four days."
 
    
 
   Then Jesus said, "Did I not tell you that if you believe, you will see the glory of God?"
 
    
 
   So they took away the stone. Then Jesus looked up and said, "Father, I thank you that you have heard me. I knew that you always hear me, but I said this for the benefit of the people standing here, that they may believe that you sent me."
 
    
 
   When he had said this, Jesus called in a loud voice, "Lazarus, come out!" The dead man came out, his hands and feet wrapped with strips of linen, and a cloth around his face.
 
    
 
   Jesus said to them, "Take off the grave clothes and let him go."
 
    
 
   Dear Heavenly Father, I thank You for this story. Lord I thank You that You always hear me. Lord I love to pray to you all day long. When I do, I feel better. I feel close to You. When he heard that it was Jesus of Nazareth, he began to shout, "Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me!"
 
    
 
   Many rebuked him and told him to be quiet, but he shouted all the more, "Son of David, have mercy on me!"
 
    
 
   Jesus stopped and said, "Call him."
 
    
 
   So they called to the blind man, "Cheer up! On your feet! He's calling you." Throwing his cloak aside, he jumped to his feet and came to Jesus.
 
    
 
   "What do you want me to do for you?" Jesus asked him.
 
    
 
   The blind man said, "Rabbi, I want to see."
 
    
 
   "Go," said Jesus, "your faith has healed you." Immediately he received his sight and followed Jesus along the road.

   The next day as they were leaving Bethany, Jesus was hungry. Seeing in the distance a fig tree in leaf, he went to find out if it had any fruit. When he reached it, he found nothing but leaves, because it was not the season for figs. Then he said to the tree, "May no one ever eat fruit from you again." And his disciples heard him say it.
 
    
 
   In the morning, as they went along, they saw the fig tree withered from the roots. Peter remembered and said to Jesus, "Rabbi, look! The fig tree you cursed has withered!"
 
    
 
   "Have faith in God," Jesus answered. "Truly I tell you, if anyone says to this mountain, 'Go, throw yourself into the sea,' and does not doubt in their heart but believes that what they say will happen, it will be done for them. Therefore I tell you, whatever you ask for in prayer, believe that you have received it, and it will be yours. And when you stand praying, if you hold anything against anyone, forgive them, so that your Father in heaven may forgive you your sins."

   As explained in the Gospel of Luke:
 
   When he rose from prayer and went back to the disciples, he found them asleep, exhausted from sorrow. "Why are you sleeping?" he asked them. "Get up and pray so that you will not fall into temptation."
 
    
 
   While he was still speaking a crowd came up, and the man who was called Judas, one of the Twelve, was leading them. He approached Jesus to kiss him, but Jesus asked him, "Judas, are you betraying the Son of Man with a kiss?"
 
    
 
   When Jesus' followers saw what was going to happen, they said, "Lord, should we strike with our swords?" And one of them struck the servant of the high priest, cutting off his right ear.
 
    
 
   But Jesus answered, "No more of this!" And he touched the man's ear and healed him.
 
    
 
   Then Jesus said to the chief priests, the officers of the temple guard, and the elders, who had come for him, "Am I leading a rebellion, that you have come with swords and clubs? Every day I was with you in the temple courts, and you did not lay a hand on me. But this is your hour-when darkness reigns."
 
    
 
   Then seizing him, they led him away and took him into the house of the high priest. Peter followed at a distance.

   In the New Testament of the Bible, there is a book called 1 Corinthians, which was written by a disciple named Paul. The 15th chapter of this book explains the significance of the resurrection of Jesus. It says that Jesus died for our sins (see 1 Corinthians 15:3). It also says that our faith would be meaningless if there had been no resurrection (see 1 Corinthians 15:17). And it proclaims that Jesus was resurrected (see 1 Corinthians 15:20).
 
   Paul is one of the people who encountered Jesus after the resurrection. Paul traveled more than 10,000 miles by land and by sea, telling people about Jesus, his resurrection, and his promise of eternal life in the presence of God for those who have faith in Jesus.

   He called out to them, "Friends, haven't you any fish?"
 
    
 
   "No," they answered.
 
    
 
   He said, "Throw your net on the right side of the boat and you will find some." When they did, they were unable to haul the net in because of the large number of fish.
 
    
 
   Then the disciple whom Jesus loved said to Peter, "It is the Lord!" As soon as Simon Peter heard him say, "It is the Lord," he wrapped his outer garment around him (for he had taken it off) and jumped into the water. The other disciples followed in the boat, towing the net full of fish, for they were not far from shore, about a hundred yards. When they landed, they saw a fire of burning coals there with fish on it, and some bread.
 
    
 
   Jesus said to them, "Bring some of the fish you have just caught." So Simon Peter climbed back into the boat and dragged the net ashore. It was full of large fish, 153, but even with so many the net was not torn.

   Miracles of Jesus #40: The ascension of Jesus Christ
 
   ( Acts 1:1-11 )

Jesus ascended into heaven 40 days after he had been resurrected. During those 40 days he appeared to his followers and continued to teach them. The most detailed account of the ascension is recorded in the Bible's New Testament book of Acts, which was written by Luke:
 
   In my former book, Theophilus, I wrote about all that Jesus began to do and to teach until the day he was taken up to heaven, after giving instructions through the Holy Spirit to the apostles he had chosen. After his suffering, he showed himself to these men and gave many convincing proofs that he was alive. He appeared to them over a period of forty days and spoke about the kingdom of God. On one occasion, while he was eating with them, he gave them this command: "Do not leave Jerusalem, but wait for the gift my Father promised, which you have heard me speak about. For John baptized with water, but in a few days you will be baptized with the Holy Spirit."
 
    
 
   So when they met together, they asked him, "Lord, are you at this time going to restore the kingdom to Israel?"
 
    
 
   He said to them: "It is not for you to know the times or dates the Father has set by his own authority. But you will receive power when the Holy Spirit comes on you; and you will be my witnesses in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the ends of the earth."
 
    
 
   After he said this, he was taken up before their very eyes, and a cloud hid him from their sight.
 
    
 
   They were looking intently up into the sky as he was going, when suddenly two men dressed in white stood beside them. "Men of Galilee," they said, "why do you stand here looking into the sky? This same Jesus, who has been taken from you into heaven, will come back in the same way you have seen him go into heaven."

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   Chapter 1 
 
    
 
   Magnify God, Not the Problem
 
    
 
   First of all, no matter what you are going through, sickness or disease, marriage or family problems, financial or job problems, it is a temporary problem, not an everlasting problem, and your thoughts can make it much worse. Your mind can make you stay in the problem and magnify it. The devil has a way of making a mountain out of a molehill to wreck your prospective. When you allow this to happen, your fears bounce your thoughts around like a pinball and you lose focus. That small problem can turn into something that looks insurmountable. Once you put these negative thoughts into words you are breathing life into them and manifesting them into being.
 
    
 
   Or, you can magnify God and minimize the problems until they are gone. If it is God’s will, He can use your problem to be used as a miracle for His glory. When you give testimony to what God has done with your problem, it magnifies His power to help others and empowers you to get over fear.

   Say right now, God I’m going to stand on your promises that you love me and will take care of all of my needs. Say it again. If you keep repeating this and meditate on the scriptures that back this up, you will allow God in and change your thinking. Make a commitment to say powerful words of encouragement and affirmation to yourself 3 times a day, for 7 days. Then find other powerful promises from God that have to do with your circumstances and do the same thing again. See if your circumstances start changing for the better every 7 days. What do you have to lose?
 
    
 
   While you are doing this, find a person to speak words of encouragement to along the way. If you see someone trying really hard to look better, or trying really hard to accomplish something, speak words of affirmation to them and watch their response. When I see a person who is a little overweight but working out really hard, I can see the lack of confidence combined with determination to find self worth. I always take the opportunity to speak up and say something like, “You are looking good. Nice routine!” It makes my day to see the person brighten up and I know I have set their day in a good direction. You’ll see how powerful it can be to lift someone else up. Surround yourself with people who encourage you.
 
    
 
   There is power in words. The saying, sticks and stones may break my bones but words can never hurt me, isn’t true. We wish it were. When bad thoughts become words there is a power in them that goes out into the world. But that same power goes inward and wreaks havoc on our soul. 
 
    
 
   If you are living in stress over money issues or a job, pray on a number of different promises from Jesus. Say, God, your Son Jesus Christ said you will take care of our needs and I have faith in your Son’s promise.
 
    
 
   Matthew 6:26 Look at the birds of the air; they do not sow or reap or store away in barns, and yet your heavenly Father feeds them. Are you not much more valuable than they?
 
    
 
   Mathew 11: 28-29 Come to me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you and learn from me, for I am gentle and humble in heart, and you will find rest for your souls.
 
    
 
   The power of words can bring life or death.

   Proverbs 18:21 Death and life are in the power of the tongue, and those who love it will eat its fruits.
 
    
 
   Mathew 15:18 But what comes out of the mouth proceeds from the heart, and this defiles a person.
 
    
 
   Proverbs 12:18 There is one whose rash words are like sword thrusts, but the tongue of the wise brings healing.
 
    
 
   Use your words wisely and order your thoughts on God who can make all things possible. Just as He spoke the world into existence, you can speak the direction of your life, but it first starts in the mind.
 
    
 
   Meditate on it, make a declaration on it and it will begin to manifest into it!
 
    
 
   Look at Paul’s instructions to the church in 2 Corinthians 10: 4-5 “For the weapons of our warfare are not carnal but mighty in God for pulling down strongholds, casting down arguments and every high thing that exalts itself against the knowledge of God and to bring every thought into captivity”
 
    
 
   We have to capture bad thoughts and take hold of them and conform them to the word of God! The only way to win a spiritual battle is to fight it using spiritual weapons. 
 
    
 
   “We are human, but we don’t wage war as humans do. We use God’s mighty weapons, not worldly weapons, to knock down strongholds of human reasoning and to destroy false arguments.” 2 Corinthians 10: 3-4
 
    
 
   Satan deliberately attacked Job’s family, his possessions, and his physical health.
 
    
 
   Sometimes the problems we face are direct attacks from the enemy, or born out of sin. But other times, we can blame ourselves. We curse ourselves by thinking and speaking words of doom and death. Just a simple negative thought that turns into words, breaths life into that direction.
 
    
 
   If you are going through a sickness or disease like cancer, don’t say, “My entire body hurts, or I feel weak, I must be dying.”
 
    
 
   Do say, “Sickness and disease shall not lord over me.”
 
    
 
   Do say, “When I’m at my weakest, my God is at His strongest!”
 
    
 
   Look for examples of other people who have made it through what you are going through, for inspiration. Hold on to hope. Hope is expectantly waiting for the blessing with faith.
 
    
 
   Believe it is possible. In the old text the word for believe is believeth. That word is translated to mean BE-LIVE-IT. You have to believe it so much that you conceive it.
 
    
 
   Ask for prayer. My wife’s father was diagnosed with cancer in his throat and didn’t have much chance according to the doctors. I saw how much it worried my wife and felt like I had to do something. That night, I got to church just as the Pastor was asking if anyone in the congregation needed prayer. He said he felt there were people who really needed the whole church to pray. I stood up and put it out there. Not only did the Pastor say a wonderful prayer to use this cancer for His glory, but also I knew that 400 people would be praying. I did the same thing in prayer groups on the Internet and everywhere I went. My wife’s father beat the cancer and they can’t find any traces.

   Speak these Bible versus into your life and conform your worries to God who can handle them better than you.
 
    
 
   Deuteronomy 31:6 “ …Be strong and courageous. Do not fear or be in dread of them, for it is the Lord your God who goes with you. He will not leave you or forsake you.”
 
    
 
   Psalms 138:3 On the day I called, you answered me; my strength of soul you increased.
 
    
 
   Proverbs 3:5-6 Trust in the LORD with all your heart, and do not lean on your own understanding. In all your ways acknowledge him, and he will make straight your paths.

   God is Faithful; Calm for the Anxious
 
    
 
   Meditate on these versus and capture your worries and give them to God, for He is able. 
 
    
 
   Psalms 18:6 In my distress I called upon the Lord; to my God I cried for help. From his temple he heard my voice, and my cry to him reached his ears.
 
    
 
   Psalms 33:20-22 Our soul waits for the LORD; he is our help and our shield. For our heart is glad in him, because we trust in his holy name. Let your steadfast love, O LORD, be upon us, even as we hope in you.
 
    
 
   Philippians 1:6 And I am sure of this, that he who began a good work in you will bring it to completion at the day of Jesus Christ.
 
    
 
   Philippians 4:6-7 …do not be anxious about anything, but in everything by prayer and supplication with thanksgiving let your requests be made known to God. And the peace of God, which surpasses all understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus.

   Ask God out loud, “What is your plan for me in this stage of my life, speak to me.”

   God is Hope; Even When it Seems Hopeless
 
    
 
   There is always hope in the Lord. At times, He waits until the last second to get you to lean on Him and build your faith that it isn’t by your own efforts!
 
    
 
   Romans 8:16-17 The Spirit himself bears witness with our spirit that we are children of God, and if children, then heirs—heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ, provided we suffer with him in order that we may also be glorified with him.
 
    
 
   Romans 8:24-25 For in this hope we were saved. Now hope that is seen is not hope. For who hopes for what he sees? But if we hope for what we do not see, we wait for it with patience.
 
    
 
   Romans 8:38-39 For I am sure that neither death nor life, nor angels nor rulers, nor things present nor things to come, nor powers, nor height nor depth, nor anything else in all creation, will be able to separate us from the love of God in Christ Jesus our Lord.
 
    
 
   1 Peter 1:3 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ! According to his great mercy, he has caused us to be born again to a living hope through the resurrection of Jesus Christ from the dead
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   Chapter 5 
 
    
 
   The Family order
 
    
 
   If you are going through difficulties within the family structure, whether it is strife between a husband and wife, or whether it is chaos in other family members, remember, it is a spiritual war and must be fought against with spiritual weapons.
 
    
 
   Concerning marriage and family relationships
 
    
 
   Words are powerful and breathe life or death into existence. We know that the thoughts that create the words are formed in the mind. We also know that the battle is spiritual and we have to use spiritual weapons. We find those weapons in the Bible. In marriage and family relationships there is an order that has to fit. Marriage is a Holy covenant and must be kept Holy.
 
    
 
   God has given five principles for marriage that are to be obeyed, not because a husband or wife “feels like it,” and not because the other person “deserves it,” but because God commands obedience.
 
    
 
   Practicing God’s five principles for marriage means obeying God, loving God, and trusting God whether or not it is easy or “feels good.”
 
    
 
   Ephesians 5: 22-23 Wives, submit to your husbands as to the Lord. For the husband is the head of the wife as Christ is the head of the church, his body, of which he is the Savior.
 
    
 
   Pray this together out loud as the words carry a deeper significance as a Holy union before God.
 
    
 
   If this one truth is accepted and practiced in a marriage, and another equally important truth is ignored, misunderstood, or resisted and rebelled against, that marriage falls short of God’s will and their will be division.
 
    
 
   A second Biblical Truth is: “Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave Himself for it.” Ephesians 5: 25
 
    
 
   To understand God’s command that husbands love their wives, we must recognize the meaning of the word love in the old text, to love it to “agape.”
 
    
 
   Look up the meaning of the word agape together and find ways to speak these different meanings of love to each other. Agape love is selfless, sacrificial, unconditional love and is the highest of the four types of love in the Bible.
 
    
 
   If you insert the meaning of “agape”, we paraphrase: “Husbands, each of you must dedicate yourself to your wife and to her good. You must purpose and do those things that are best for her, whether you like her or not, no matter how she treats you, even if it kills you, just as Christ dedicated Himself to the church and gave His life for it.”
 
    
 
   Speak love into your wife. Say things that build her up and make her feel cherished, beautiful and loved.
 
    
 
   Speak words of love and respect into your husband. Say things that build him up that make him feel able.
 
    
 
   1 Corinthians 13: 4-8 Love is patient, love is kind. It does not envy, it does not boast, it is not proud. It is not rude, it is not self-seeking, it is not easily angered, it keeps no record of wrongs. Love does not delight in evil but rejoices with the truth. It always protects, always trusts, always hopes, always perseveres
 
    
 
   Agape love is not proud and puffed up. A husband is not loving his wife as God commanded to do if he is so proud that he will not let his wife have a thought or opinion that does not agree with his.
 
    
 
   By commanding that the wife submit to her husband, God has placed on the husbands the responsibility for all decisions.
 
    
 
   Let’s put the husband’s leadership in Biblical balance:
 
    
 
   God has given the husband the leadership role, not as an excuse to treat her as a servant. 
 
    
 
   God has not said that the husbands must make decisions according to his wishes, or even according to his wisdom. Instead he must make decisions that are best for his wife.
 
    
 
   If a husband and wife disagree, if he is not proud, and he is not selfish, he will be willing to go along with her ideas and her desires, unless it would hurt her or someone else spiritually, emotionally, or physically.
 
    
 
   The third and fourth principles of marriage are in the first epistle of Peter where God says that husbands must live with their wives, “According to knowledge, (4) giving them honor.” 1 Peter 3:7
 
    
 
   Living with wives “According to knowledge” is much more than treating them with consideration. Living with wives according to knowledge includes: creating an atmosphere where, in absolute trust, they reveal their thoughts and feelings; gaining understanding through listening; and doing what is best for them in accordance with knowledge.
 
    
 
   Hebrews 13: 4-7 Marriage should be honored by all, and the marriage bed kept pure, for God will judge the adulterer and all the sexually immoral. Keep your lives free from the love of money and be content with what you have, because God has said, "Never will I leave you; never will I forsake you." So we say with confidence, "The Lord is my helper; I will not be afraid. What can man do to me?" Remember your leaders, who spoke the word of God to you. Consider the outcome of their way of life and imitate their faith.
 
    
 
   Mark 10: 6-9 "But at the beginning of creation God 'made them male and female. For this reason a man will leave his father and mother and be united to his wife, and the two will become one flesh.' So they are no longer two, but one. Therefore what God has joined together, let man not separate."
 
    
 
   The Biblical roles for a husband and wife are so important because it keeps the balance Holy and protected. It’s for our own good. Many of the above listed Biblical truths for marriage mention, let nothing separate what God has put together. Satan doesn’t like the Holy union of marriage and would love to find a way to divide it.
 
    
 
   He will use any separation and divide the problem further among other family members. Now a days, with so much pressure in schools to have sex, use drugs, take pills, binge drink, join gangs, face bullies and try to fit in, the devil has so many tools to divide the family. Keep the Marriage sacred and this division won’t cause chaos and separation. Don’t let the kids force you to take sides. Instead, have a united front that represents your love for God and Christ.
 
    
 
   If your problems become too much, go to your church and find a marriage counselor to help you put everything in order.
 
    
 
   When everything is in order, a husband will love his wife as God intends. He will be so unselfishly and humbly dedicated to her good, and so considerate of God’s will for her as well as her wishes, desires and opinions, that she will hardly realize that she is in submission.
 
    
 
   There is beauty in Biblical roles in marriage. If Biblical truths are held and practiced, the husband will be dedicated to doing good for her, and she will gratefully let him lead.
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    “A man doesn’t own his marriage; he is only the steward of his wife’s love.”  ~ Edwin Louis Cole (Ed Cole)
 
   “God created marriage. No government subcommittee envisioned it. No social organization developed it. Marriage was conceived and born in the mind of God.”  ~ Max Lucado
 
   “Fifty-fifty marriages are an impossibility. They do not work. They cannot work. In marriage someone has to be the final decision maker. Someone has to delegate responsibility, and God has ordained that this should be the husband. ” ~ Wayne Mack
 
    
 
   “The monstrosity of sexual intercourse outside marriage is that those who indulge in it are trying to isolate one kind of union (the sexual) from all the other kinds of union which were intended to go along with it and make up the total union.”  ~ C.S. Lewis
 
    
 
   Chapter 6 
 
   Overcoming Worries
 
    
 
   The emotion of despair can paralyze and debilitate even the strongest of souls. Pressures from every side can be perplexing; persecution can make us feel as though we've been struck down. When life is filled with despair, we must not give up. Instead we can turn to God, our loving Father, and His powerful Word to regain focus.
 
    
 
   In 2 Corinthians 4: 7 we read about treasure, but the treasure is kept in a clay jar. How perfect to describe how vulnerable we can be. A clay jar doesn’t sound that protected or secure. This clay jar represents our earthly vessel and is fragile and reveals all of our scars, flaws, chips and cracks. Our bodies, our failures, our outward appearance, our shattered dreams, our physical, mental and emotional disabilities, these are the elements of our jar of clay. If we focus on our human side, despair and anxiety are bound to set in.
 
    
 
   2 Corinthians 4: 7 But we have this treasure in jars of clay to show that this all-surpassing power is from God and not from us. We are hard pressed on every side, but not crushed; perplexed, but not in despair; persecuted, but not abandoned; struck down, but not destroyed. We always carry around in our body the death of Jesus, so that the life of Jesus may also be revealed in our body. For we who are alive are always being given over to death for Jesus’ sake, so that his life may also be revealed in our mortal body. So then, death is at work in us, but life is at work in you.
 
    
 
   2 Corinthians 4:16-18 Therefore we do not lose heart. Though outwardly we are wasting away, yet inwardly we are being renewed day by day. For our light and momentary troubles are achieving for us an eternal glory that far outweighs them all. So we fix our eyes not on what is seen, but on what is unseen, since what is seen is temporary, but what is unseen is eternal.
 
    
 
   Refocus your eyes today on God’s truth that the treasure dwells within you from Him. God can and will fill our vessel if we ask and seek Him, He is our treasure! 
 
    
 
   When we renew ourselves day by day with God’s glory that resides in us, those cracks in our clay pot now serve a purpose, to shine a light for all of those around us to see!
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   Chapter 7 
 
    
 
   My Story of Overcoming
 
    
 
   Two great Christian parents raised me but a divorce in the family when I was 13 changed everything. My mom was an incredible encourager but she left. At the time, I was an amazing athlete but I also had an undiagnosed learning disorder, Attention Deficit Hyperactivity Disorder, also know as ADHD. I stopped going to high school my freshman year at the start of the second semester. My entire direction in life changed. Instead of playing baseball at a level that was already being noticed by pro scouts, I ran away.
 
    
 
   Anger ruled my emotions and I rationalized a lot of behavior with thoughts that vocalized into words like these, “This isn’t fair! Life isn’t supposed to be like this! There isn’t any justice!”
 
    
 
   I got involved in smoking and selling marijuana. It started off innocently enough like most of the devil’s tricks. My younger brother also ran away and we survived well enough to rent our own two-bedroom apartment. I was 16 and he was 14.
 
    
 
   Two years later, we had saved up over $20,000 and even though we didn’t stay in contact with our father, or know where our mother was, we were full of an angry pride that said, “We told you we could do it!”
 
    
 
   The Police interrupted us in 1990. I was released from jail on a minimal bail, as it was my first charge. My brother stayed in Juvenile Hall for his entire sentence. I got home that day from jail to our rental house and there was a five-day notice to vacate the premises. Now my anger that this life wasn’t fair was combined with being desperate. I met a methamphetamine dealer at the house across the street and for the first time, tried a drug other than marijuana. I came up with the idea that I would make the money back the police seized before I went to jail. Becoming addicted to meth almost immediately, my life was no longer in my hands or control. The devil was feeding off my negative emotions.
 
    
 
   I ended up spending over 10 years in prison. In a cell in solitary confinement, I had to face my learning disorder or go crazy. Up to that point, my reading comprehension was almost zero. My mind always went way to fast to focus on the words on a page. I would read a page and realize I was daydreaming and try to remember one character’s name, or anything else, and couldn’t. Again I would try, same thing. Now in a cell, with nothing else around me, I was able to read a little better.
 
    
 
   Eventually, I started writing and found a way to turn what I had been through into a blessing. At first it started with drug war and prison books with a redemptive and spiritual theme. Those books are now best sellers. Now I write books on inspiration like this one. I also speak as a guest Lecturer at Criminal Justice Universities, Civic Events and High Schools to kids. I give back in other ways by helping prisoners find hope. I’m also an usher at my church! 
 
    
 
   I don’t hide what I’ve been through. I let my light shine and give glory to how God is using me.
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   Chapter 8
 
    
 
   Finding Joy in Adversity 
 
    
 
   While in prison, I read the Bible over and over and learned that nothing in this world is permanent. Everything is an illusion. What looks good or feels good can be gone in the blink of an eye. What matters is truth, how we help people and what’s eternal.
 
    
 
   The Bible story that pulled me in the deepest is the story of Saul. He persecuted and murdered Christians until God converted him on the road to Damascus. As zealous as he was going one way, God turned him around 180 degrees the other way and he became even more zealous for Him. That story opened my eyes that God uses people nobody else would expect!
 
    
 
   I also related with how much Paul had to endure. I found through reading the New Testament Scriptures over and over that by standing on the Truth there could be a joy in the suffering. Paul and the other disciples had to bear a cross for Jesus, but no matter how hard Satan tried to stomp it out, by using the government, their light shined on and brought Christianity to the entire world.
 
    
 
   Even more importantly, I started to understand the Truth in the Bible. There is no way a person like Paul or the rest of the disciples would be tortured and die by being crucified for a lie. They were right there witnessing what life was like after the resurrection of Jesus Christ.
 
    
 
   An awesome Biblical example of how to deal with a problem is found in the book of Acts with Stephen. Stephen was a great man of faith and wisdom and filled with the Holy Spirit. He was chosen to minister to the widows in Jerusalem that were being overlooked and neglected. 
 
   With this faith, Stephen was able to work miracles. He was also willing to die for his faith. Stephen’s life was in the hands of powerful men who made life and death decisions over people. He knew he was being set up with false testimony. Yet he told the truth boldly and his accusers later said that his face shone like an angel. He was stoned to death. While he was being stoned he fell to his knees and cried out, “Lord Jesus, take my spirit! Lord, don’t hold this against these people!”
 
   That gives us some amazing insight into the power of Truth and Grace. Tell yourself, “If Stephen can face death like that, I can face what I am going through.”
 
   Stephen knew that he was in the Truth because of God’s grace and also knew that his accusers didn’t know what they were doing. At that time, Saul was still in the dark and was the one putting Stephen to death! They were all in the dark. He had compassion for them. He wasn’t holding any negative self-talk, that this isn’t fair. If Stephen wouldn’t have had such a huge impact by the way he handled himself, Saul, who later became Paul after his conversion, might not have been impacted to become an instrument of God. Think on this with whatever you are going through. In times of suffering, you can get closer to God if you choose.
 
    
 
   Do you believe God? Do you believe the Bible is the Holy word of God? How deeply do you believe it?
 
    
 
   John 3:16 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.
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   Let’s imagine what heaven is like. We have 5 senses here on earth. Sight, hearing, taste, touch, and smell. Find that sixth sense, where you believe, so your faith will grow. Do you remember as a little kid, how in awe of God’s earth you were? How beautiful the sunsets, how incredible the birds, and everything else? That childlike faith and wonder is where it is. That is where the Holy Spirit can work in you and do great things. 
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   In all of the problems, mindsets, and thoughts mentioned in this book, let us remember how Jesus dealt with the devil in the desert for 40 days…
 
    
 
   Matthew 4: 1-11 Then Jesus was led by the Spirit into the wilderness to be tempted by the devil. After fasting forty days and forty nights, he was hungry. The tempter came to him and said, “If you are the Son of God, tell these stones to become bread.” 
 
    
 
   Jesus answered, “It is written: ‘Man shall not live on bread alone, but on every word that comes from the mouth of God’.
 
    
 
   Then the devil took him to the holy city and had him stand on the highest point of the temple. “If you are the Son of God,” he said, “throw yourself down. For it is written: “He will command his angels concerning you, and they will lift you up in their hands, so that you will not strike your foot against a stone.”
 
    
 
   Jesus answered him, “It is also written: ‘Do not put the Lord your God to the test.’”
 
    
 
   Again, the devil took him to a very high mountain and showed him all the kingdoms of the world and their splendor. “All this I will give you,” he said, “if you bow down and worship me.”
 
    
 
   Jesus said to him, “Away from me, Satan! For it is written: ‘Worship the Lord your God and serve him only.’”
 
    
 
   Then the devil left him, and angels came and attended him.
 
    
 
   What can we learn from this story. The immediate answer is obvious, to lean on the word of God for everything. What I found even more insightful is that Jesus never argued.
 
    
 
   The devil was lying when he said he would give him the entire world and Jesus didn’t stop him and argue. He didn’t say, “It isn’t yours to give, it’s my fathers in heaven who kicked you out…” What would be the point?
