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PREFACE
In this second edition of “The Messianic Prayer Book”, the writer is attempting to present a Messianic Prayer book which gleans the richness of Jewish Liturgy with the Messianic Covenant brought to us with the coming of the Messiah Yahshua.
Yahweh’s admonition to keep the Feasts and Festivals of Yahweh has not diminished, nor departed from the Scriptures, but are required even today of both Jewish and Christian Believers. While the admonition is there, in the past centuries as those who believed in the Messiah drifted further from Scripture, the means of how to observe these Festivals and Commandments of Yahweh has been forgotten and lost to Christian Believers in Yahshua as the Messiah.
The writer has attempted to reconcile both the admonition and the observance into a Messianic Prayer Book that allows all Believers in the Messiah to observe these Commandments in the knowledge that Yahshua is the fulfillment of the Feast and shares in the commemoration of the observance.
To those believers who have never been exposed to Jewish Liturgy, but are becoming more aware of our negligence in observing these Commandments of Yahweh, this Messianic Prayer Book will help them assume their rightful place in the required observance of these Feasts. Many Believers are falling away from the traditional church, and seeking a new identity. An identity which is focused upon the entire Scriptures, and requiring that we be observant of Yahweh’s Commandments. The advantage of a private Prayer Book (Siddur) lends itself to family worship in the home rather than trying to adhere strictly with the local community of Believers in assemblies that seek denominational blessings at the expense of those who seek “something else”.
Most Christian Holidays come to us from Babylonian religious practices. These “man-made” feasts claim to be Scriptural, but they are not. Their origins began in Babylon and Egypt. It is not the writer’s point, within the context of this preface to chastise the conduct and behavior of any denomination, rather to offer those Jews and Christians who do not “fit-in”, an opportunity to enter into a meaningful and time tested method of approaching Yahweh in a manner that is as old as time itself, in the home with their families, and with everyone participating within the family group.
The writer believes that the First Edition of this Prayer Book is the first time a Messianic Prayer Book of this nature has ever been prepared for publication. This Second Edition has been greatly expanded in breath and scope. The inclusion of transliterated Hebrew Blessings is designed to allow the reader to learn to pray the blessings in the Hebrew language.
The major emphasis of the Prayer Book is on family worship and the teaching of obedience to the Word of Yahweh to the next generation. The entire construct of this Prayer Book lends itself to increased family interaction, and quality time spent together in worship to Yahweh.
The order of worship begins with the Morning Blessings, and the Morning Prayer. This is followed by the AMIDAH, and the reading of Scriptures. The afternoon, MINCHAH Prayer is said, and in the evening there is the MAARIV Prayer and the Prayer for Retiring at Night
On Friday evening, and the evening before a High Holy Sabbath, which occurs on the first day of a major feast, a Sabbath Welcoming Service is held. This includes the Blessings for the lighting of the candles, the Sabbath Welcome, the KIDDUSH-the Blessings over the Bread and the Wine (Grape Juice is accepted) and the Blessings upon the wife, husband and the children.
Saturday morning includes the above daily services, as well as a service for the Blessings for the Sabbath. The Sabbath is ended in the evening with the HAVDALAH (the Sabbath Closing Prayer). In all cases, personal Prayer and songs of praise and adoration to Yahweh are encouraged to be added as the group is lead to worship Yahweh.
On the Festivals, i.e., New Moon [Rosh Kodesh], Passover [Pesach], Pentecost [Shavuot], New Year [Rosh Hashanah], Day of Atonement [Yom Kippur], Tabernacles [Sukkoth] , Lights and Dedication [Chanukah] and Deliverance [Purim], a special service is included in remembrance of what Yahweh has done for us on these Festivals in times past. The Jewish New Year Service [Rosh Hashanah] can be used as well for the December 31st/January 1st celebration. Once again, reminding us that a rededication of our lives to live more righteously for Yahweh is in line with our personal commitments to Yahweh for the New Year.
The Prayer of Penitence and Fasting (SELICHOT) should be said at every New Moon Festival as these are Minor days of Atonement, and many people will fast in some manner on these days as well.
SIMCHAT TORAH (the Eighth day of the Festival of Tabernacles-Sukkoth) is the day that the reading of the Books of the Law (the TORAH), are completed and a new reading begins. In the back of this Prayer Book is a listing of the “Torah Readings” for each week. Sometimes there are two Torah Readings which can only be known by getting a Jewish Calendar and cross checking the calendar with the Torah Reading for that week. SIMCHAT TORAH is also the day that Yahshua was circumcised and dedicated in the Temple. This symbolically indicates the ending of the “Old” and the beginning of the “New” Covenant of Yahweh with His people.
The presentation of this Prayer Book (Messianic Siddur) represents yet another milestone in the preparation for the coming of the Messiah. It has been my distinct privilege to have been used of my Heavenly Father in the preparation of this work.
My special thanks, blessings and praises to my wife Chianna, who has borne the burdens of sorrow and suffering with me, and has unselfishly supported and encouraged me every step of the way, I humbly offer praises and thanksgiving to the Most High for granting me this unique privilege of presenting this Prayer Book for your use in learning and observing how to keep the Festivals commanded by Yahweh.

Leaving the crops of the edge of the field for the poor, the gift of the first fruits, the pilgrimage offerings brought when appearing before Yahweh on the Three Festivals, deeds of kindness, and study of Scripture. These are the precepts, the fruits of which man enjoys in this world, while the principal reward remains in the World to Come: Honoring one’s father and mother, performing deeds of kindness, early attendance at the House of Study evening and morning, hospitality to strangers, visiting the sick, dowering the bride, escorting the dead, concentration in prayer, bringing peace between man and his fellowman and between husband and wife, and the study of the TORAH is equivalent to them all.

Lord of the universe, who reigned before anything was created -- at the time when by Your will all things were made, then was Your name proclaimed King. And after all things shall cease to be, the Awesome One will reign. You were, You are and You shall be in glory. You are one, and there is none to compare with You to consort with You without beginning, without end, power and dominion belong to You, You are my Yahweh and my everlasting redeemer, the strength of my lot in time of distress. You are my banner and my refuge, my portion on the day call, into Your hand I entrust my spirit, when I sleep arid when I wake. And with my soul, my body too, Yahweh is with me, I shall not fear.

What are we? What is our life? What is our kindness? What is our righteousness? What is our strength? What is our might? What can we say to You, Yahweh our God and God of our fathers? Are not all the mighty men as nothing before You, men of renown as though they had never been, the wise as if without knowledge, and the men of understanding as if devoid of intelligence? For most of their deeds are naught, and the days of their lives are vanity before You. The preeminence of man over beast is naught, for all is vanity-for all men must give an accounting before the Throne of Your Glory.
All nations are as nothing before You, as it is written. The nations are as a drop from a bucket, considered no more than dust upon the scales. But we are Your nation, the people of Your Covenant, the children of Abraham, Your beloved. The community of Yahshua, Your only begotten Son, whose name You called Immanuel, because of Your love for Him and Your delight in Him. And especially for the Sacrifice of Your Holy Anointed One Yahshua, who gave His life so that all men may come to know You the Mighty King and Master of the universe. May Yahweh grant all the desires of our hearts, fulfill all our purposes, and all our petitions. May Yahweh hear from heaven, answer quickly all our requests and save us in the day of trouble. In the Name of Yahshua defend us and send help from heaven to deliver us from bondage, from our enemies and from poverty. B’Shem Yahshua HaMashiach [In the Name of Yahshua the Messiah] we pray. To light the Sabbath Candles:

Abba Father please help us. May the King answer us on the day we call. For the children of Yahweh there is light and joy, gladness and honors-so let it be with us. I raise the cup of deliverance and invoke the Name of Yahweh.
Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe, Who creates the fruit of the vine.

Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe, Who creates the various kinds of spices.

ROSH CHODESH (New Moon)
(Sound of the Shofar - one long blast)
Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe, who created the heavens, and with the breath of His mouth all their hosts. You gave them a set law and time, so that they should not alter their task. They are glad and rejoice to carry out the will of their Creator, the Doer of truth whose word is truth. You directed the moon to renew itself as a crown of glory to those who are borne by You from birth, who likewise are destined to be renewed and to glorify their Creator.
Blessed is your Maker. Blessed is He who formed you, blessed is the Creator, blessed is your Master. May all my enemies be unable to touch me harmfully. May there fall upon them terror and dread, by the great strength of Your arm let them be as still as a stone. As a stone let them be quieted by Your arm’s great strength. May dread and terror fall upon them.
Yahshua, the anointed One of Yahweh, son of David, King of Israel, is living and enduring. Peace unto you. May there be good blessings for us and for all of Yahweh’s people.
I lift my eyes to the mountains -- from whence comes my help? My help comes from Yahweh, Maker of heaven and earth. He will not let my foot falter, my Guardian does not slumber. Indeed, the Guardian of Israel neither slumbers nor sleeps. Yahweh is my Guardian, Yahweh is my protective shade at my right hand. The sun will not harm me by day, or the moon by night. Yahweh will guard me from all evil, He will guard my soul. Yahweh will guard my going out and my coming in from now and forever.
Praise Yahweh. Praise Yahweh in His holiness, praise Him in the firmament of His strength, Praise Him for His mighty acts. Praise Him according to His abundant greatness. Praise Him with the sound of the Shofar; praise Him with harp and lyre. Praise Him with timbrel and dance, praise Him with stringed instruments and flute. Praise Him with resounding cymbals, praise Him with clanging cymbals. Let everything that has breath praise Yahweh.
May it be Your will, Yahweh my God and God of my fathers, to fill the defect of the moon, so that there be no diminution in it, and may the light of the moon be as the light of the sun, as the light of the seven days of creation, as it was before it was diminished, as it is said, and Yahweh made the two great luminaries. May there be fulfilled in us the Scriptural verse which states:
“They will seek Yahweh their God and Yahshua their King.”
May He who performed miracles for our fathers and redeemed them from slavery to freedom, speedily redeem us and gather our dispersed people from the four corners of the earth, and let us say, Amen.

Abba Father, Yahweh our God, we remember in times past how as we wondered in the wilderness of Sinai, before the mount of Sinai, You appeared before Your people and gave us Your Commandments, as it is written:
You shall have no other gods before me.
You shall not make for yourselves any graven image, or any likeness that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth. You shall not bow down to them, nor serve them, for I Yahweh your God am a jealous God.
You shall not take the Name of Yahweh your God in vain, for Yahweh will not hold him guiltless that takes His Name in vain.
Remember the Sabbath to keep it holy. Six days you shall labor, and do all your work, but the seventh day is the Sabbath of Yahweh your God, in it you shall not do any work, for in six days Yahweh made heaven and earth, the sea, and all that is in them, and rested the seventh day, wherefore Yahweh blessed the Sabbath, and hallowed it.
Honor your father and your mother, that your days may be long upon the land which Yahweh your God gives you.
You shall not kill.
You shall not commit adultery.
You shall not steal.
You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.
You shall not covet your neighbor’s house; you shall not covet your neighbor’s wife, or his manservant, or his maidservant, or his ox, or his ass, or anything that is your neighbor’s.
And all the people saw the thundering, and the lightings, and the noise of the Shofar, and the mountain smoking and when the people saw it, they removed, and stood afar off. And they said unto Moses, “Speak with us, and we will hear, but let not Yahweh speak with us lest we die.” And Moses said unto the people, “Fear not, for Yahweh is come to prove you that His Fear may be before your faces that you sin not.”
And Yahweh our God spoke to us out of the cloud and said, Hear therefore, O Israel, and observe to do it, that it may be well with you, and that you may increase mightily. Therefore, we put our trust in You, we pour out our souls before You as we are overwhelmed by our emotions of expectations and fears.

Our God, and God of our fathers, may our prayers come before You. Hide not from our supplications for we are neither so arrogant nor so hardened as to say before You, Yahweh our God and God of our fathers, that we are righteous and have not sinned, for verily we have sinned.
We have transgressed, we have dealt treacherously, we have robbed, we have slandered, we have acted perversely, and we have wrought wickedness, we have been presumptuous, we have done violence, we have lied, we have counseled evil, we have spoken falsely, we have scoffed, we have rebelled, we have provoked, we have committed iniquity, and we have oppressed, we have been stiff-necked, we have done wickedly, we have corrupted, we have committed abominations, we have gone astray, we have led others astray.
We have turned away from Your commandments and Your judgments that are good, and it has profited us nothing. SUKKOT
(Feast of Tabernacles & Yahshua’s Birthday) (Tishrei 14-22)
Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe, who has vouchsafed life and health unto us, to behold the return of this festive season.
[Baruch atah Adonai eloheinu, melech haolam she-heh-che-yoh-nu vee-kee-mo-nu vehe-ge-o-nu liz-man ha-zeh.]
Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe, who has sanctified us with His commandments, and has commanded us to kindle the lights of the festival.
[Baruch atah Adonai eloheinu, melech haolam, asher kid’shanu b’mitzvotav v’tzivanu l’hadlik ner shel Yom Tov.]
To the children of Israel this is a time of remembrance wherein our fathers dwelt in tents for forty years in the wilderness, when our nation trustfully followed Yahweh our Lord. This remains as a period which continues to illustrate that You are the Leader and Educator of all mankind. As our fathers were, so are we witnesses of Your divine providence, and we are the herald of Your bountiful government on earth. Like them we have passed through many inhospitable wildernesses, through the desert and wasteland, with the blazing pillar of Your Law illuminating our paths in the darkness of sorrow and distress and the pillar of cloud of Your mercy sheltering us from the scorching rays of trouble and danger.
We are witnesses of Your preserving and sustaining mercy and kindness. You did not allow us to perish for the sake of Your great Name and Your holy Law. The Feast of Tabernacles is a feast of thanksgiving for Your merciful blessings and paternal protection.
This is a feast of admonition to continually work for the glorification of Your Holy Name Yahweh. This is also a feast of trust, that as in the past You sent forth Your Anointed One Yahshua to tabernacle among us. Yahshua, the Messiah was born on the first day of this festival. We are reminded that Yahshua was Immanuel, that is, Yahweh is with us. And we beheld Him, the only begotten of the Father, and on the eighth day of His birth, the temple of His body was dedicated, as it is written, “For mine eyes have seen Your salvation, which You have prepared before Your people, a light to lighten the Gentiles, and the glory of Your people Israel.
(The Hallel is said each day of festival.)
Law of The Lulav
Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe who has sanctified us with His commandments, and has commanded us concerning the taking of a palm branch.
[Baruch atah Adonai eloheinu, melech haolam asher kid’shanu b’mitzvotav v’tzivanu al ne-teelas Lulav.]
The Lulav (Palm Branch) The Hadassim (Myrtles.) Aravot (Willows)
All of these shall be bound and tied together. When holding them, the spine or back (Shedrah) of the Lulav (Palm Branch) shall be towards one’s face. The Hadassim (Myrtle) are to be placed on the right side of the Shedrah (Spine) of the Lulav (palm Branch).
The two Aravot (Willows) are to be placed to the left of the Shedrah (Spine) of the Lulav (Palm Branch).
The Baruchah (Blessing) of the Lulav shall be said after the Amidah (Silent) Prayer, and before pronouncing the Hallel. One should say the Baruchah (Blessing) in the morning in the Sukkah (Booth).
The Lulav is bound together with the Hadassim and the Aravot and taken in the right hand and the Baruchah (Blessing) is said.
The Etrog (citrus Fruit) is taken in the left hand and is brought together with the Lulav, at the bottom of the Lulav, Hadassim and Aravot. They are moved in six directions, a total of eighteen movements, i.e., three times to and fro in each direction. Each time the four species are brought back, their lower tips should actually touch the chest. When making the movement forward, care should be taken that the top of the Lulav should not touch the wall or the top of the Succoth.
Facing east, the order of the six movements are: The first to the South,
the second to the North,
the third to the East,
the fourth upward,
the fifth downward (however, the Lulav should not be inverted, rather the movement of the hands should be downward and upward. Likewise, in all movements, the Lulav shall be held upwards, and only the hands holding the four species should be moved toward the specific direction.
The sixth movement is made over the right shoulder towards the West.
The Blessing is said just prior to the waving of the Lulav every day except on the Sabbath. The Lulav is not waved on the Sabbath.
SIMCHAT TORAH (Tishrei 23)
(The written TORAH scrolls are carried around the BIMAH (Ark) seven times, with dancing and singing. We complete the cycle of TORAH reading with the last chapter of Deuteronomy and begin immediately anew with Genesis, chapter 1, verse 1).
And on the eighth day a holy convocation was held to review the festive gatherings of this month, the lessons which they have taught, and the sacred emotions which they have aroused, the thoughts of repentance which they have evoked, the tidings of forgiveness which they have proclaimed, and the joyous and grateful recollections which they have awaken, the fervent prayers which they have inspired-that we may once more, collect our thoughts in Your presence, and seriously examine the results of our frequent convocation for divine worship in Your house.
You have ordained that these sacred days of contemplation and repentance should be followed by days of thanksgiving and rejoicing at the birth of Your Holy Anointed One Yahshua, in order that we may feel the happiness You have imparted to us, and in which we share with You, Yahweh our God.
Let not the lessons of our sacred days and the birth of the Messiah Yahshua, pass by unheeded. Let the ennoblement of our hearts and the purification of our souls be our harvest. Bless the work of our hands, grant full and ample success to all our undertakings.
Let a joyous and contented spirit prevail in our families, and keep us far removed from trials, misfortunes, grief and affliction. And throughout all the days of our lives, we will render praise unto You Yahweh, who has appointed Your festivals to consecrate, sanctify and memorialize the birth, life, death, and resurrection of the Holy Anointed One Yahshua, son of David and High Priest of Yahweh.
Instill in us the desire to labor for all the works of holiness, and for the happiness of Your people, and all mankind. May our festivals, which commemorate Your Son Yahshua, confirm within us the belief in Your bountiful providence, and cause us to devote our lives into Your service.
Blessed is Yahweh our God, unto whom all praise belongs, now and forevermore. Yahweh shall reign forever and ever.
HALLEL
The Hallel is recited the first two days of Passover [Pesach] and Pentecost [Shavuot]; each of the nine days of the Feast of Tabernacles [Sukkot], and the eight days of the Feast of Lights and Dedication [Chanukah].
Praise Yahweh. Praise the name of Yahweh. Blessed is the Name of Yahweh from this time forth and for evermore. From the rising of the sun unto the going down of the same Yahweh’s Name is to be praised. Yahweh is high above all nations, and His glory above the heavens. Who is like unto the Yahweh our God, who dwells on High. Who humbles himself to behold the things that are in heaven, and in the earth! He raises up the poor out of the dust, and lifts the needy out of the dunghill, that he may set him with princes, even with the princes of his people. He makes the barren woman to keep house, and to be a joyful mother of children. Praise Yahweh.
When Israel went out of Egypt, the house of Jacob from a people of strange language; Judah was his sanctuary, and Israel his dominion. The sea saw it, and fled. Jordan was driven back. The mountains skipped like rams, and the little hills like lambs. What ailed you, O sea that you fled? River Jordan, that you were driven back? You mountains that you skipped like rams; and you little hills, like lambs? Tremble, you earth, at the presence of Yahweh, at the presence of the God of Jacob; who turned the rock into standing water, the flint into a fountain of waters.
Not unto us, Abba Father, not unto us, but unto Your Name give glory, for Your mercy, and for Your truth’s sake. Wherefore should the heathen say, “Where is their God?” Our God is in the heavens; He has done whatsoever He has pleased. Their idols are silver and gold, the work of men’s hands. They have mouths, but they speak not, eyes have they, but they see not. They have ears, but they hear not, noses have they, but they smell not. They have hands, but they handle not, feet have they, but they walk not, neither do they speak through their throat. They that make them are like unto them; so is every one that trusted in them.
O Israel, trust in Yahweh your God. He is your help and your shield. O house of Aaron, trust in Yahweh, He is your help and our shield. You that fear Yahweh, trust in Yahweh. He is our help and our shield.
Yahweh has been mindful of us. He will bless us; He will bless the house of Israel; he will bless the house of Aaron. He will bless them that fear Yahweh, both small and great. Yahweh shall increase us more and more, we and our children.
We are blessed of Yahweh which made heaven and earth. The heaven, even the heavens, are Yahweh’s, but the earth has He given to the children of men. The dead praise not Yahweh, neither any that go down into silence. But we will bless Yahweh from this time forth and for evermore. Praise Yahweh.
I love Yahweh, because He has heard my voice and my supplications. Because He has inclined His ear unto me, therefore will I call upon Him as long as I live. The sorrows of death compassed me, and the pains of hell got hold upon me, I found trouble and sorrow. Then called I upon the Name of Yahweh; Abba Father, I beseech You, deliver my soul. Gracious is Yahweh, and righteous yes, our God is merciful.
Yahweh preserves the simple, I was brought low, and He helped me. Return unto your rest, O my soul for Yahweh has dealt bountifully with me. Yahweh has delivered my soul from death, my eyes from tears, and my feet from falling. I will walk before Yahweh in the land of the living. I believed, therefore have I spoken. I was greatly afflicted. I said in my haste, “All men are liars. What shall I render unto Yahweh for all His benefits toward me? I will take the cup of salvation, and call upon the name of Yahweh. I will pay my vows unto Yahweh now in the presence of all His people.” Precious in the sight of Yahweh is the death of his saints.
Abba Father, truly I am Your servant. I am Your servant, and the son of Your handmaid. You have loosed my bonds. I will offer to You the sacrifice of thanksgiving, and will call upon the name of Yahweh. I will pay my vows unto Yahweh now in the presence of all His people, in the courts of Yahweh’s house, in the midst of you, O Jerusalem. Praise Yahweh.
O Praise Yahweh, all you nations, praise Him, all you people. For His merciful kindness is great towards us and the truth of Yahweh endures forever. Praise Yahweh.
O give thanks unto Yahweh, for He is good, because His mercy endures forever. Let Israel now say, that His mercy endures forever. Let the house of Aaron now say, that His mercy endures forever. Let them now that fear Yahweh say, that His mercy endures forever. I called upon Yahweh in my distress. Yahweh answered me, and set me in a large place. Yahweh is on my side; I will not fear, what can man do unto me? Yahweh takes my part with them that help me. Therefore shall I see my desire upon them that hate me.
It is better to trust in Yahweh than to put confidence in man. It is better to trust in Yahweh than to put confidence in princes. All nations compassed me about, but in the name of Yahweh I will destroy them. They compassed me about, yes, they compassed me about, but in the name of Yahweh I will destroy them. They compassed me about like bees; they are quenched as the fire of thorns, for in the name of Yahweh I will destroy them. They have thrust sore at me that I might fall, but Yahweh helped me.
Yahweh is my strength and song, and is become my salvation. The voice of rejoicing and salvation is in the tabernacles of the righteous. The right hand of Yahweh does valiantly. The right hand of Yahweh is exalted. The right hand of Yahweh does valiantly. I shall not die, but live, and declare the works of Yahweh. Yahweh has chastened me sore, but He has not given me over unto death.
Open to me the gates of righteousness. I will go into them, and I will praise Yahweh. This gate of Yahweh, into which the righteous shall enter. Abba Father, I will praise You, for You have heard me, and have become my salvation.
The stone which the builders refused is become the head stone of the corner. This is Yahweh’s doing; it is marvelous in our eyes. This is the day which Yahweh has made; we will rejoice and be glad in it. Save now, I beseech You, Abba Father, I beseech You, send now prosperity.
Blessed is He that comes in the Name of Yahweh. We have blessed You out of the House of Yahweh. Yahweh is our God, who has showed us light. Bind the sacrifice with cords, even unto the horns of the altar. You are my God, and I will praise You. You are my God, I will exalt You. O give thanks unto Yahweh; for He is good, for His mercy endures forever. Praise Yahweh.
Praise Yahweh, O my soul. While I live will I praise Yahweh, I will sing praises unto Yahweh while I have any being. Put not your trust in princes, or in the son of man, in whom there is no help. His breath goes forth, he returns to his earth. In that very day his thoughts perish. Happy is he that has Yahweh, the God of Jacob for his help, whose hope is in Yahweh his God, which made heaven, and earth, the sea, and all that therein is; which keeps truth forever, which executes judgment for the oppressed which gives food to the hungry.
Yahweh releases the prisoners; Yahweh opens the eyes of the blind; Yahweh raises them that are bowed down; Yahweh loves the righteous; Yahweh preserves the strangers; He relieves the fatherless and widow, but the way of the wicked he turns upside down. Yahweh shall reign forever, even your God, O Zion, unto all generations. Praise Yahweh.
Praise Yahweh. Praise Yahweh from the heavens, praise Him in the heights. Praise Him all His angels, praise Him all His hosts. Praise Him sun and moon; praise Him all you stars of light. Praise Him, you heavens of heavens, and you waters that be above the heavens. Let them praise the Name of Yahweh for He commanded and they were created. He has also established them forever and ever. He has made a decree which shall not pass.
Praise Yahweh from the earth, you dragons, and all deeps; fire, and hail; snow, and vapors; stormy wind fulfilling His word. Mountains, and all hills; fruitful trees, and all cedars beasts, and all cattle; creeping things, and flying fowl; kings of the earth, and all people; princes, and all judges of the earth; both young men, and maidens; old men, and children. Let them praise the Name of Yahweh for His Name alone is excellent, His glory is above the earth and heaven. He also exalts the horn of His people, the praise of all His saints; even of the children of Israel, a people near unto Him. Praise Yahweh.
Praise Yahweh. Sing unto Yahweh a new song, and His praise in the congregation of saints. Let Israel rejoice in Him that made him, let the children of Zion be joyful in their King. Let them praise His name in the dances, let them sing praises unto Him with the timbre and harp. For Yahweh takes pleasure in His people, He will beautify the meek with salvation. Let the saints be joyful in glory let them sing aloud upon their beds. Let the high praises of Yahweh be in their mouth, and a two-edged sword in their hand; to execute vengeance upon the heathen, and punishments upon the people; to bind their kings with chains, and their nobles with fetters of iron; to execute upon them the judgment written this honor have all his saints.
Praise Yahweh. Praise Yahweh. Praise Yahweh in His sanctuary; praise Him in the firmament of His power. Praise Him for His mighty acts praise Him according to His excellent greatness. Praise Him with the sound of the trumpet; praise Him with the psaltery and harp. Praise Him with the timbre and dance; praise Him with stringed instruments and organs. Praise Him upon the loud cymbals; praise Him upon the high sounding cymbals. Let everything that has breath praise Yahweh. Praise Yahweh.
CHANUKAH
(Festival of Lights and Dedication) (Kislev 25-Tevet 3)
Heavenly Father, throughout history Your children have been plunged into deepest darkness, but we have endured. The light of our faith still burns brightly within our hearts, and once again, with Your help, we have survived. Now, as we kindle the lights of Chanukah, let these lights affirm our faith in You, our Father, and in Your Holy Anointed One Yahshua. May they illumine our lives even as they fill us with gratitude that we have been saved from our enemies.
[The candles are placed in the Menorah from right to left, and kindled from left to right.]
Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of universe, who has sanctified us with His commandments, and commanded us to kindle the Chanukah Lights.
[Baruch atah Adonai eloheinu, melech haolam asher kid’shanu b’mitzvotav v’tzivanu l’hadlik ner shel Chanukah.]
For the children of Israel, these lights remind us of .the glorious events and the valiant deeds that distinguished our history during the time of the Maccabees. Antiochus Epiphanes, the king of Syria, sought to compel Israel to give up their belief in the only true God, and to worship heathen gods.
But the members of the priestly Maccabean family arose, and gathered the faithful and pious around them. Through few in number and unaccustomed to warfare, they battled with death defying valor against the mighty and war trained Syrian armies, and Yahweh crowned their heroic efforts with victory and glory.
With praises and thanksgiving, the victors entered the Temple at Jerusalem, which the haughty enemy had deified. They renewed its sacred rites, and appointed this Festival of Lights and Dedication. Ever sacred to us are these festive days and these symbolic lights, before which we praise Yahweh with hymns of thanksgiving for His never ending mercy and love.
For those of the Messianic Covenant, we are reminded that the Holy Anointed One of Yahweh, Yahshua, was born at Bethlehem of Judea during the Feast of Tabernacles and the temple of His body was dedicated on the eighth day of His birth.
This Festival of Lights and Dedication is a reminder that Yahshua came as a light to the world, so that whoever believes in Him shall not perish but have everlasting life.
And this is the condemnation that light is come into the world, and men loved darkness rather than light because their deeds were evil. For everyone that does evil hates the light, neither comes to the light, lest their deed should be reproved. But he that does truth comes to the light, that his deeds may be made manifest, that they are wrought in Yahweh.
We kindle these lights in remembrance of the miraculous deliverances You have wrought for Your people. These lights are sacred throughout all the eight days of Chanukah. We are to contemplate them and thus be reminded to thank and to praise You, our Father, for the wondrous miracles of our deliverance from the world and the gift of Your only begotten Son Yahshua, who has come to give us everlasting life, to all who will believe on His holy Name. We pray this in the Name of Yahshua the Messiah, Amen.
Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe, who has sanctified us by His Commandments and given us the lights of Chanukah to remind us of Your love for us.
(The Hallel is said each day of festival.)
PURIM
(Festival of Deliverance) (Adar 14 -15)
Purim is preceded by the Fast of Esther on Adar 13 (Purim begins with the reading of the Book of Esther)
After which the following is said:
Praises and thanksgiving we offer up to Yahweh, our bountiful Father, for the paternal grace which from remotest days and in all generations You have manifested on behalf of Your people. At all times You have pleaded our cause against our enemies, and given us shelter and protection against the numberless and powerful adversaries that so frequently come against us.
If Yahweh, the faithful Guardian of Your people, had not been our aid when men stood up against us, the wicked would have destroyed us. Their hatred would have swept us away like a rapid torrent. For we were but few in number against the many enemies whose wrath raged against us. We were among the peoples of the world like a lamb among rapacious wolves and roaring lions. But You, Almighty God, have been our Rock and our Refuge in all generations. You destroyed the counsels of wickedness, and frustrated the plans which our enemies devised against us, causing them to fall into their own traps, and thereby leading the innocent and the righteous to victory.
Therefore, Yahweh our God, our hearts rejoice, and our lips give forth praises unto Your Name, and the Name of Your Holy Anointed One Yahshua. Praises be unto You Yahweh, for the innumerable wonders You have wrought in our behalf, and for the protection and assistance which You have bestowed on us to this day. In the name of Yahshua the Messiah, we pray.
B’shem Yahshua HaMashiach. Amen and Amen.
SELICHOT
(Prayer of Repentance and Fasting)
Yahweh, Master of the universe, we come to You in the Name of Yahshua the Messiah [B’Shem Yahshua Hamashiach]. Have compassion on Your children, humiliated and disgraced, torn and crushed, taken captive without cause, sold without money. We cry out in prayer and seek permission to plead before You.
Have compassion on those of us who are tortured with fetters, accustomed to blows, suffering oppression, and an object of scorn among the inhabitants of the world and a by-word among the heathen. Have compassion and see the wretchedness of Your people, listen and hear those who stand before You, who are gathered in silent supplication when chastisement comes upon us, with eyes uplifted in yearning expectation of finding Your favor.
Have compassion on those who cry out for forgiveness, who increase Your praise at all times and occasions. We join together in distress to pour forth our plea with anguished heart. Have pity, have compassion on those who have been doubly punished, devoured by the wicked, beaten and requited for numerous wrong-doings despite all this we have not forgotten Your Holy TORAH.
Have compassion on us as we hide our faces in shame, who bear being reviled and do not respond, as we hope for Your eternal help and trust in Your deliverance, for Your mercies have not ceased entirely, but are new every morning.
Have pity Yahweh our God. Have compassion and deliver us from our afflictions. Free our imprisonment from the land of our captivity, cure our wounds and heal our maladies, hear us when we cry and hasten the time of our redemption.
Abba Father, remember in our behalf the Messianic Covenant which You promised David Your servant, and Yahshua the Messiah, son of David and High Priest of Yahweh. Act towards us as You have promised. Bring back those who have been led astray and have mercy upon us.
Wipe away our transgressions like a thick cloud and like a mist and we will return to You for Redemption. Make our sins white as snow and wool. Sprinkle the Waters of Separation and Purification upon us and purify us, as it is written: “And I will sprinkle purifying waters upon you and you shall be pure from all your defilements and from all your idolatries I will purify you.”
Have compassion on us and do not destroy us. Open our hearts to love Your Name, Yahweh and the Name of Your Holy One, Yahshua. Be accessible to us when we seek You. Bring us to Your holy mountain and make us rejoice in Your house of Prayer.
Hear our voice, Yahweh our God, and have pity and compassion upon us, and accept our Prayers with mercy and favor. Bring us back to You, Yahweh, and we will return. Renew our days as of old. Do not cast us out of Your presence, and do not take Your Holy Spirit from us. Do not cast us aside in old age. Do not forsake us when our strength fails. Do not abandon us, Yahweh our God, do not keep far from us. Show us a sign of favor that our foes may see and be ashamed, because You, Yahweh, have given us aid and consoled us. Hearken to our words, Yahweh, consider our thoughts.
Do it for the sake of Your Name, Yahweh do it for the sake of Your Word, do it for the sake of Yahshua who gave His life for our Redemption, do it for the sake of Your Righteousness. Answer us when we call, Abba Father, have compassion and mercy upon our cries, our torments, our sorrows and our sufferings. Hear the cry of the afflicted, the orphan, and the widow. Answer us Judge of widows, answer us Father of orphans, answer us, You who responds to the destitute and the outcast. Answer us for Your mercies sake and hear the cries of the brokenhearted, the poor and the humble in spirit.
Pardon us, our Father in Yahshua’s Name, for we have sinned. Forgive us our King, for we have willfully transgressed. For You, Yahweh, are good and forgiving, and exceedingly kind to all who call upon You. Yahweh help us for the righteous are no more, for the faithful have vanished from among men. Yahweh, Lord of hosts is with us. Happy is the man who trusts in You.
Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe, who hears the cry of the afflicted, the orphan, the widow, and removes fear, anxiety, and stress from our hearts.
Abba Father, I come to You in the Name of Yahshua, who died for my sins so that I might have eternal life in the Kingdom of Heaven. I open the door of my heart, I open the door of my life, and ask You to come in, to cleanse me from all sin, and to separate me from the world of sin and to remove all vestiges of pagan doctrine and tradition from my heart, from my soul. Take control of my life and make me be the kind of person You want me to be. Open my eyes, my ears, and the heart of my understanding that I may always be true to You. I ask You, Father, to send Your Holy Spirit to dwell in my heart and to guide me and to teach me in all things. I pray this in Yahshua’s Name. Amen and Amen.
Prayer of Conversion and Baptism
The penitent convert is asked:
Do you believe Yahshua is the Messiah the Son of Yahweh, who is Immanuel [Yahweh with us], and do you accept Him as your Savior, and invite Him into your life to be your Lord and your Master?
The penitent states:
I do believe that Yahshua is the Messiah the Son of Yahweh, who is Immanuel, and I accept Him as my Savior. I invite Him into my life to be my Lord and, my Master.
The convert is then baptized by immersion [Mikvah] in water, and the following is said: B’Shem Yahshua HaMashiach I now baptize you for the remission of your sins. You are buried in the Waters of Purification and Separation you are raised into a newness of life in Yahweh. You are now born-again of the Spirit and I lay my hands on you and pray that you will receive the Baptism of the Holy Spirit with the evidence of speaking in tongues. May all the gifts of the power of the Holy Spirit be manifested in your life.
I pray in the name of Yahshua [B’Shem Yahshua HaMashiach] Amen.
The Baptism of Repentance The Prayer for Forgiveness:
In the Name of Yahshua the Messiah [B’Shem Yahshua HaMashiach], I Baptize you for the remission of your sins. I pray that you would receive the Baptism of the Holy Spirit in greater measure, with the evidence of speaking in tongues. I pray that the Holy Spirit would lead you into all truth and make you obedient to the Word and the Will of Yahweh. I pray that you may have the strength and courage to remove all pagan doctrine and tradition from you mind, your soul, and your life. Amen.
(Hands are laid upon the repentant Believer and they are immersed in the Waters of Purification and instructed to never again engage in traditional practices of pagan origin. They are encouraged to keep the Commandments and Feasts of Yahweh, the Sabbaths and the Dietary Laws and to keep them with a willing heart. Note: Those who prefer this Baptism of Repentance be done by immersion in the Waters of Purification and Separation, may do so with the understanding that their sins will be remitted and they will be forgiven.)
The repentant Believer says:
Father, forgive me for I have sinned. I have unknowingly and ignorantly engaged in religious practices which have given honor to pagan gods that are no gods. I ask Your forgiveness, and I ask that You would Baptize me with the Holy Spirit so that I may be led into all truth, and that all the gifts of the Holy Spirit may be manifested in me. In the Name of Yahshua the Messiah [B’Shem Yahshua HaMashiach] I pray - Amen.
For the past two-thousand years the Church and the Children of Yahweh have engaged in many pagan religious customs and practices which is equivalent to committing spiritual adultery and fornication with pagan deities. The Baptism of Repentance is a Baptism in the Waters of Purification and Separation and a prayer of repentance for such sins is offered, whether knowingly or unknowingly committed.
Prayer for The Sick and Oppressed
When conducting a Prayer for the sick and oppressed, we must always remember that the prayer is always done in the Name of Yahshua the Messiah [B’Shem Yahshua HaMashiach]. For there is no other Name in Heaven and earth given among men whereby we can be healed or receive salvation. Yahshua said that if we ask anything in His Name, He would do it. Yahshua also commanded us to heal the sick and to cast out demons in His name.
(The Prayer for the sick is accompanied by a laying on of the hands upon the sick person. Initially we pray the protection of the Blood of Yahshua over us to protect us from any harm.)
“I plead the Blood of Yahshua over myself, over all who are with me, and the sick. In the Name of Yahshua the Messiah [B’Shem Yahshua HaMashiach], I command healing and deliverance from this sickness. I take authority over this sickness I bind it up and cast it into the pits of hell, never to return. I command healing in the Name of Yahshua the Messiah [B’Shem Yahshua HaMashiach]. Thank You, Abba Father.
In casting out demons, the one who prays also pleads the Blood of Yahshua over everyone who is present. Again, the only authority we have over Satan is in the Name and by the shed Blood of Yahshua. We assert our authority and plead the protection of the shed Blood of Yahshua before we command the demons, or evil spirits to leave. Only once we have established our position in Yahweh can we now command the demons to depart. We bind them up and cast them into the pits of hell, never to return. Then we praise Yahweh for the deliverance, singing the praises of Yahweh for all to believe in the miracles of Yahweh’s love for us.
Prayer for a Family Reunion
Heavenly Father, we ask your blessing upon our family. We pray that you will provide traveling mercies upon each of us, as we come to fellowship together, and may we receive the benefit of Your blessing throughout these days of sharing, these days of caring. Bless us, Father as one, and may we return to bear witness of Your love for us. In Yahshua’s Name we pray. Amen and
KADDISH
Prayer for The Deceased
Abba Father, full of compassion, who dwells on high, grant true rest upon the wings of the Shekinah, in the exalted spheres of the holy and pure, who shine as the resplendence of the firmament, to the soul of ( __________ ) who has gone to his/her world, for charity has been donated in remembrance of his/her soul; may his/her place of rest be in Gad Eden. Therefore, may the All Merciful One shelter him/her under the cover of His wings forever, and bind his/her soul in the bond of life. Yahweh is his/her heritage. May he/she rest in his/her resting place in peace. May his/her name be found in the Lamb’s Book of Life, and let us say
THE PASSOVER SEDER
While we refer to the parables of the Passover Seder this may seem strange to many, for who would consider the Seder as anything but a setting forth of the story of Israel’s deliverance from Egypt, the suggestion is made that there is more to the story then has previously been told. Within the traditional telling of these events, there is allowed no implication other than that which is told. Perhaps in innocence there is assumed to be nothing more.
The questions were never asked because esoteric implications were never envisioned. While we “enlightened ones” might scoff at such an idea, it must be brought out that, other than proclaiming that the Messiah is the Passover Lamb, most of us don’t have the faintest idea as to what a Passover Seder is. Our enlightenment therefore seems to reflect our own lack of understanding as well.
Whatever the case, for we all lack knowledge about most things therefore we can easily forgive one another for lacking knowledge about this as well. It is our purpose to explore esoteric implication inherent in the ritual of the Seder. Naturally, as believers in Yahshua as the Messiah, our interpretations, and renderings will be biased towards foundational truth.
With this in mind Yahweh will guide us by His Spirit to bring forth a telling of Yahweh’s magnificent deliverance available to all who seek to escape the bondage of this world. The “Promised Land” is within our grasp. Let us go forth to receive that which Yahweh has prepared for us.
Briefly, before I go on I must tell you the blessing I have received as I have prepared this script for your use. The final telling of Israel’s redemption is about to take place in the full knowledge that Yahshua is the Lamb of Yahweh who takes away the sins of the world. My praise and thanks to the Holy Spirit who has used me in this capacity to reveal the secret treasures of our Father’s testimony of His Son, Yahshua.
The commandment to institute the Passover was given to Moses with instructions concerning how it was to be observed at the time Yahweh passed through the land of Egypt to destroy the first-born of all, both men and beasts. It is the tenth plague Yahweh put on the Egyptians and it was the decisive one as far as forcing Pharaoh to allow the children of Yahweh to depart from slavery and bondage.
The telling of this story of redemption and deliverance is an annual reminder of what Yahweh did for the children of Israel, and what He does for us even today. The implication being that in every generation we too are delivered from slavery and more specific is the reminder that we as slaves held bondage by the world are also called upon to leave the things of the world and to take the path through the cloud and the sea and to enter into the promised land of Yahweh’s blessings. That there are “giants in the land” is of no consequence, for Yahweh is able to deliver us from bondage, and from those who would oppress us.
In commemoration of this deliverance Yahweh has set forth an excellent object lesson in the form of the Passover Seder. To remind us, of not only the deliverance of Israel from Egyptian bondage, but also the deliverance He has given each of us through His Son Yahshua. Without going into detail at this time we set forth the items which serve as visual aids to this greatest of all object lessons.
Three Matzah known as the Bread of Affliction, are placed upon a plate before us and covered. The middle Matzah which is broken and given for us, was hidden (buried) and then resurrected with the promise of Aphikomon (the Messiah has come and is coming again).
The roasted shank bone of a lamb represents the Passover Lamb. Moror-horseradish (a bitter herb) Haroses (a mixture of apples, blanched almonds, and raisins finely chopped and flavored with grape juice).
Parsley
Salt Water Wine (Grape juice) A roasted egg
Several items not present in a modern Passover Seder is the Lamb, the Blood, and the Hyssop. The lamb we know as a sacrifice, the blood a covering, the hyssop a cleansing, and the sprinkling of the blood with the hyssop was symbolic of purification. “Purge me with hyssop, and I shall be clean: wash me and I shall be whiter than snow.”
SETTING THE TABLE
On the table in front of the head of the house, or leader of the Seder, set a large platter upon which is placed the following:
A Shank Bone
One Egg
Some Horseradish (Bitter Herb) Some Parsley (Celery)
Some Haroseth
Beside the platter place three Matzah each of which is covered separately in the folds of a napkin or special cover. For use by the others at the table place:
A plate of Horseradish cut into small pieces.
A dish of Haroseth
Some Parsley (or Celery)
A dish of Salt Water, and
A cup of Grape juice is placed at each plate, and
In the center of the table place a cup for the Prophet Elijah. This is traditionally called the Cup of Elijah.
Hebrew tradition holds reference to the custom of reclining on the left side during the meal, a position assumed by free men. However, Scripture tells us that the first Passover Seder was eaten with loins girded, shoes on the feet, staff in hand, and the meal should be eaten in haste. Other than the fact that the Israelites were about to leave Egypt shortly after eating the meal the object lesson here is to show how quickly Yahweh wants us to depart from our worldly ways.
That is, immediately after receiving Him as Lord of our lives. Yahweh knows the danger of our loitering in the pits of corruption. He therefore commands us to depart quickly before the fires of hell consume us and before the cares of the world choke out the Word of Yahweh received in our hearts.
The table is usually spread with the best of the family’s china and silverware, and adorned with flowers in keeping with the festive spirit.
THE ORDER OF THE SEDER SERVICE
l. Recite the sanctification of the festival.
2. Partake of the parsley dipped in salt water.
3. Break the middle matzos, and hide half of it to be eaten at the end of the meal.
4. Recite the story of Israel’s deliverance and give testimony of personal salvation.
5. Wash the Hands.
6. Bless the meal and the matzo.
7. Combine the matzo, bitter herbs, and the Haroseth, and eat them together.
8. Eat the festive meal.
9. End the meal by eating the Aphikomon.
10. Say Grace.
I l. Recite the Hallel.
12. End with Prayer for the acceptance of the service.
LIGHTING THE FESTIVAL LIGHTS
To symbolize the joy which the festival brings into the home, the wife, with her head covered, kindles the lights while the Leader of the Seder says:
Yahshua said, “I am come a light into the world, that whosoever believes on me shall not abide in darkness.”
The wife now recites the following blessing:
Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe, who has sanctified us by His commandments, and has commanded us to kindle the festival lights.
The Leader says:
Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe, who has kept us alive and sustained us and brought us to this season. May our home be consecrated Abba Father by the light of Your countenance, shining upon us in blessing, and bringing us peace! In the Name of Yahshua we pray - Amen.
The Leader lifts up the cup and says:
Let us praise Yahweh and thank Him for all the blessings He has given us; for life, health and strength; for home, love and friendship, for the discipline of our trails, and temptations; for the happiness of our success and prosperity.
In love You have given us, Yahweh our God, solemn days of joy, and festive seasons of gladness, even this day of the Feast of the Passover, a holy convocation, a memorial of our departure from bondage, and of Your Son Yahshua the Messiah. You have chosen us for Your service and have made us coheirs with Yahshua in the blessings of Your holy festivals. Blessed are You Abba Father who sanctifies Israel and the festive seasons. In Yahshua’s Name we pray - Amen.
All in unison say:
Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe, who creates the fruit of the vine.
DRINK THE FIRST CUP
The Leader now reads:
Yahshua said, “you have not chosen me, but I have chosen you, and ordained you, that you should go and bring forth fruit, and that your fruit should remain: that whatsoever you shall ask of the Father in my Name, He may give it you.”
PARTAKE OF THE PARSLY
Some Parsley is distributed to all present who dip it in salt water, and before eating it the Leader reads:
“Who hath believed our report? To whom is the arm of Yahweh revealed? For he shall grow up before him as a tender plant, and as a root out of a dry ground: He hath neither form nor comeliness; and when we shall see him there is no beauty that we should desire him.
He is despised and rejected of men; a man of sorrows, and acquainted with grief: and we hid as it were our faces from him; he was despised, and we esteemed him not.” Yahshua said, “I am the true vine, and my Father is the husbandman. Every branch in me that bears not fruit He takes away: and every branch that bears fruit, he purges it; that it may bring forth more fruit.”
All say in unison:
Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe, creator of the fruit of the earth.
BREAK THE MIDDLE MATZO
The Leader of the Seder breaks the middle matzo, leaving one half on the dish, and hides the other half as the Aphikomon is to be eaten at the end of the meal. The Leader lifts up the plate of matzo and says:
This is the Bread of Affliction which our fathers ate in the land of Egypt. Let all who are hungry come and eat. Let all who are in want come and celebrate the Passover with us. May it be Yahweh’s will to redeem us from all trouble and from all servitude? Next year at this season, may the whole house of Israel be free.
“Surely he has born our grief, and carried our sorrows: yet we did esteem him stricken, smitten of Yahweh and afflicted. But he was wounded for our transgressions; he was bruised for our iniquities: the chastisement of our peace was upon him; and with his stripes we are healed.”
The Leader now replaces the Matzah plate upon the table.
THE FOUR QUESTIONS
The youngest person at the table asks:
1. Why is this night different from all other nights? On all other nights, we eat either leavened or unleavened bread. Why, on this night do we eat only unleavened bread?
2. On all other nights, we eat all kinds of herbs. Why, on this night do we eat especially bitter herbs?
3. On all other nights, we do not dip herbs in any condiment. Why, on this night, do we dip them in salt water and Haroseth?
4. On other nights, we eat without special festivities. Why, on this night, do we hold this Seder Service?
The Leader answers:
We celebrate tonight because we were Pharaoh’s bondmen in Egypt and Yahweh our God delivered us with a mighty hand. Had not Yahweh redeemed us from Egypt, we, our children, and our children’s children would have remained slaves. It is our duty from year to year, to tell the story of the deliverance from Egypt and our deliverance from the bondage of the world.
THE FOUR SONS
The Leader says:
To the wise son you say: “This service is held in order to worship Yahweh our God that it may be well with us all the days of our lives.”
To the wicked son you say:
“It is because of that which Yahweh did for me when I came forth out of Egypt and was delivered from the bondage of this world.”
To the simple son you say:
“By strength of hand Yahweh brought us out of Egypt, and out of the house of bondage.”
For the son who is unable to ask, you shall explain the whole story of Passover: “And you shall tell your son in that day, saying: “It is because of that which Yahweh did for me when I came forth out of Egypt”.
STORY OF THE OPPRESSION
It is well for all of us whether young or old to consider how Yahweh’s help has been our unfailing stay and support through times of trial and persecution. Ever since He called Abraham from the bondage of idolatry to His service of truth, He has been our Guardian; for not in one country alone, nor in one age have violent men risen up against the children of Yahweh, but in every generation and in every land, tyrants have sought to destroy us; and Yahweh has delivered us from their hands.
The Scriptures tell us that Jacob went down into Egypt, and sojourned there, few in number. Joseph preceded his brethren and Jacob his father into the land of Egypt and was governor over the all the land of Egypt. The children of Israel dwelt in the land of Goshen. They were fruitful, and multiplied exceedingly.
When Jacob, Joseph and his brothers died there arose a new ruler over Egypt, who knew not Joseph. And he said, “Behold, the people of Israel are too many and too mighty for us; come let us deal wisely with them lest they multiply, and bring harm upon us. Therefore they set over them task masters to afflict them with burdens. But the more the Egyptians afflicted them the more the Israelites multiplied.
The Egyptians dealt evil upon the children of Israel and made them suffer. They set upon them hard work, and made the children labor rigorously. We cried unto Yahweh, the God of our fathers, and Yahweh heard our cries and saw our affliction, our toil and our oppression. And Yahweh brought us forth out of Egypt, with a mighty hand, with an outstretched arm, with great terror, with signs and with wonders.
By Himself, in His Glory, Yahweh passed through the land of Egypt on that fateful night, and smote all the first-born in the land of Egypt from man to beasts, and against all the gods of Egypt He executed His judgments.
He sent Moses and Aaron and He brought forth His people with joy, His chosen ones with singing. He guided them in the wilderness, as a shepherd his flock. Therefore He commanded that we are to observe the Passover in its season, from year to year, throughout all our generations; that His law shall be in our mouths and that we shall declare His might unto our children and our children’s children His salvation throughout all our generations.
Yahshua said: I am the Good Shepherd, and know my sheep, and am known of mine. As the Father knows me, even so know I the Father: and I lay down my lift for the sheep. And other sheep I have, which are not of this fold: them also I must bring, and they shall hear my voice; and there shall be one fold, and one shepherd. Therefore does the Father love me, because I lay down my life, that I might take it again? No man takes it from me, but I lay it down, and I have power to take it again. This commandment have I received of my Father.
All read in unison: Who is like You, Abba Yahweh, among the mighty? Who is like You glorious in holiness, fearful in praises, doing wonders? Yahweh shall reign forever and ever. How much more are we to be grateful to Yahweh our God, for the manifold favors which He has bestowed upon us.
Yahweh brought us out of Egypt and bondage, divided the Red Sea, permitted us to cross on dry land, sustained us for forty years in the desert, fed us with manna, ordained the Sabbath, brought us to Mount Sinai, gave us the Scriptures, led us into the land of promise, built for us the Tabernacle, sent unto us prophets of truth, made us a holy people and given us the Feasts as a memorial to Your Son Yahshua.
The Leader of the Seder says:
At this point it is good for each of us to remember what Yahweh has done for us. Let each of us remember and tell our story of how we were personally delivered from bondage and how Yahshua has delivered us from bondage to the world and set us free.
“For Yahweh so loved the world that He gave His only begotten Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have everlasting life.”
THE PASSOVER SYMBOLS
The Leader says:
Should our enemies ever assail us, the reminder of the exodus from Egypt and our exodus from worldly bondage will never fail to inspire us with new courage, and the symbols of this festival will help to strengthen our faith in Yahweh our God and Yahshua the Messiah, who redeems us from oppression.
Someone asks: What is the meaning of the Passover Lamb? The Leader lifts up the roasted shank-bone and answers:
The Passover Lamb, as represented by this roasted shank-bone, was eaten as a memorial of Yahweh’s favor, as it is said: “It is the sacrifice of Yahweh’s Passover, for that He passed over the houses of the children of Israel in Egypt when He smote the Egyptians and delivered our houses”.
As Yahweh passed over and spared the houses of Israel, so did He save us, by His Son Yahshua, from all kinds of distress, and so may He always shield the afflicted, and for evermore remove every trace of bondage from among the children of man.
The Passover Lamb is the one-time sacrifice Yahshua made for our sins. He is the Savior of the world. “He was oppressed, and He was afflicted, yet He opened not His mouth: He was brought as a lamb to the slaughter, and as a sheep before her shearers is dumb, so He opened not His mouth.”
And one of the elders said unto me, Weep not” behold the Lion of the tribe of Judah, the Root of David, hath prevailed to open the book, and to lose the seven seals thereof. And I beheld, and, in the midst of the throne and of the four beasts, and in the midst of the elders, stood a Lamb as it had been slain, having seven horns and seven eyes.
These are the seven Spirits of Yahweh sent forth into all the earth. And He came and took the book out of the right hand of Him that sat upon the throne. And when He had taken the book, the four beasts and four and twenty elders fell down before the Lamb, having every one of them harps, and golden vials full of odors, which are the prayers of the saints. And they sang a new song, saying,
“You are worthy to take the book, and to open the seals thereof: For you were slain, and have redeemed us to Yahweh by your Blood out of every kindred, and tongue, and people and nation; and have made us unto Yahweh, Kings and Priests and we shall reign on the earth.” And I beheld, and I heard the voice of many angels round about the throne and the beasts and the elders: and the number of them was ten thousand times ten thousand and thousands of thousands; saying with a loud voice, ‘Worthy is the Lamb that was slain to receive power, and riches and wisdom, and strength, and honor, and glory, and blessing.”
Someone asks:
What is the meaning of the Matzah?
The Leader lifts up the Matzah and answers:
Matzah, which is called the Bread of Affliction was baked without leaven and represented the affliction of the children of Israel in Egypt. It also portrays the physical suffering of Yahshua when He was sacrificed upon the tree the altar of His Love for us. As the Psalmist says, “Be not far from me; for trouble is near; for there is none to help. Many bulls have compassed me: strong bulls of Bashan have beset me round. They gaped upon me with their mouths, as a ravening and a roaring lion. I am poured out like water, and all my bones are out of joint: my heart is like wax; it is melted in the midst of my bowels. My strength is dried up like a potsherd; and my tongue cleaves to my jaws; and You have brought me into the dust of death. For dogs have compassed me: the assembly of the wicked has enclosed me: they pierced my hands and my feet. I may tell all my bones: they look and stare at me. They part my garments among them, and cast lots upon my vesture.”
Someone asks:
And what is the meaning of the bitter herbs?
The Leader lifts the bitter and answers: We eat the bitter herb to recall the lives of our ancestors who were embittered by the Egyptians: “And they made their lives bitter with hard labor in mortar and bricks and in all manner of field labor. Whatever task was imposed upon them was executed with the utmost rigor.” As we eat the bitter herbs in the midst of the festivities of this night, we rejoice in the trials which have strengthened us. Instead of becoming embittered by them, we were sustained and strengthened.
In every generation we must look upon ourselves as if we personally had come out of Egypt. It is because of that which Yahweh did for me when I came forth from the bondage of the world. It was not only our forefathers whom Yahweh has redeemed; he has redeemed us as well.
“Yet it pleased Yahweh to bruise Him, He has put Him to grief; when He made His soul an offering for sin, Yahweh shall prosper His days, and the pleasure of Yahweh shall prosper in His hand. He shall see the travail of His soul, and shall be satisfied: by His knowledge shall my righteous servant justify many; for He shall bear their iniquities. Therefore will I divide him a portion for the great, and he shall divide the spoil with the strong; because he hath poured out his soul unto death. He was numbered with the transgressors; and he bares the sin of many, and makes intercession for the transgressors.”
All say in unison:
Therefore it is our duty to thank and to praise in song and prayer, to glory and extol Him who performed all these wonders for our forefathers and for us. He brought us from slavery to freedom, from anguish to joy, from sorrow to festivity, from darkness to great light. Let us therefore sing before Him a new song.
Blessed is the Name of Yahweh. The cups are filled for the second time. Raising the cups all read in unison:
“Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe, who creates the fruit of the vine.”
DRINK THE SECOND CUP
The upper Matzah is broken and distributed.
All then read in unison:
“Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe, who brings forth bread from the earth. “Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe, who hast sanctified us through His commandments, and ordained that we should eat unleavened bread. “
The Leader then reads: The cup of blessing which we bless, is it not the communion of the Blood of the Messiah? The bread which we break, is it not the communion of the Body of the Messiah? For we being many are one-bread, and one body: for we are all partakers of that one bread.”
WASH THE HANDS
The Leader reads:
Yahshua knowing that our Father had given all things into his hands, and that he was come from Yahweh, and went to Yahweh. He rose from supper, lay aside his garments, took a towel, and girded himself. After that he poured water into a basin, and began to wash the disciples’ feet, and to wipe them with the towel wherewith he was girded.
After he had washed their feet, and had taken his garments, and was set down again, he said unto them, “Do you know what I have done to you? You call me Master and Lord: and you say well; for so I am. If I then, your Lord and Master, have washed your fleet; so also should you wash one another’s feet. I have given you an example that you should do as I have done to you.”
The Leader then washes his hands and says:
Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe, who hast sanctified us by His commandments, and commanded us concerning the washing of the hands and the feet.
BLESSING OF THE MEAL
Each person receives some bitter herbs and Haroseth, which he places between two pieces of Matzah.
The Leader then reads:
The combination of unleavened bread and the bitter herbs and the eating of them together are to carry out the injunction concerning the Passover sacrifice:
“With unleavened bread and with bitter herbs, they shall eat it.”
All read in unison:
“Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe, who hast sanctified us by His commandments, and ordained that we should eat bitter herbs.
Everyone now eats the combination.
PASSOVER SUPPER IS NOW SERVED PARTAKE OF THE APHIKOMON
At the conclusion of the meal the head of the house redeems the Aphikomon and distributes pieces of it to all present, and then reads:
“For I have received of Yahweh that also I delivered unto you that Yahshua the same night in which He was betrayed took bread: And when He had given thanks, He brake it, and said, “Take, eat: this is my body, which is broken for you, do this in remembrance of me.”
All say in unison:
“Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe, who brings forth bread from the earth.
EAT THE APHIKOMON
The cups are filled for the Third time.
The Leader reads:
After the same manner he took the cup, and when he had supped, he said, “This cup is the new testament in my blood: Do this as often as you drink it in remembrance of me. For as often as you eat this bread and drink this cup you show Yahshua’s death till he comes.”
All say in unison:
“Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe, who creates the fruit of the vine.
DRINK THE THIRD CUP
The door is opened for Elijah. All rise. The Leader reads:
Behold, I will send you Elijah the prophet before the coming of the great and dreadful day of Yahweh: And he shall turn the heart of the fathers to the children, and the heart of the children to their fathers, lest I come and smite the earth with a curse.
The door is closed. All are seated.
The cups are filled for the Fourth time.
The Leader lifts the cup and reads:
The festive service is now completed. With songs of praise, we have lifted the cups symbolizing the divine promises of salvation, and have called upon the Name of Yahweh.
As we offer the benediction over the fourth cup, let us again lift our souls to Yahweh in faith believing on His Son Yahshua. May He who broke Pharaoh’s yoke forever shatter all fetters of oppression, and hasten the day when swords shall, at last, be broken and wars cease. May the glad tidings of redemption be heard in all lands? May Yahweh bless the whole house of Israel with freedom, and keep us safe from danger everywhere. May Yahweh cause the light of His countenance to shine upon all men, and dispel the darkness of ignorance and prejudice.
May Yahweh lift up His countenance upon our country and render it a true home of liberty and a bulwark of justice. May Yahweh grant peace unto the house of Israel, unto us and unto all mankind. In Yahshua’s Name we pray-Amen and Amen.
All say in unison:
“Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe, who creates the land and the fruit of the vine.
DRINK THE FOURTH CUP
The Leader says:
The Seder is ended. As Yahshua said when He died for us, “It is finished.”
Everyone says in unison:
NEXT YEAR IN JERUSALEM! HEBREW BLESSINGS (English with Hebrew transliterations)
THY FAITHFULNESS IS GREAT
Blessed is Yahweh our God, King of the universe. I offer thanks to You living and eternal King, for You have mercifully restored my soul within me. Your faithfulness is great.
