Beloved, I pray that you may prosper in all things and be in health, just as your soul prospers. (3 John 1:2 NKJV)
Is it the Lord’s intent, not in the millennia, but in this lifetime that you would prosper in all areas of life. Prosperity in this: having more than enough in a lifetime. To attract blessing we must accumulate the prosperity of soul, emotional health, and mental health. This is possible with the filling of Spirit of the living God because of the resurrected power inside of us.
The mind is glorious tool that God has created and we must defend it at all cost. When we focus on any negativity, stress, or misery, will start to diminish our belief in the power of the cross. But, the reality is that Jesus had paid the price for the freedom of the prosperity of our soul. Furthermore, since we are citizens of Heaven, we know that pain does not exist there. God really wants bounty for us in every area of lives. He wants no hidden internal bitterness or unforgiveness within our souls. We need to seal the idea that the people of God have come to salvation, so the enemy has no authority in our lives. Salvation simply means deliverance from torment and saving of the soul. But so many of God’s people have been struck by the powers of darkness and it wreaks havoc to their lives. They claim that Satan is working from Hell to kill the Children of God. I want to be clear that Hell is not a place where Satan governs from, but it is a place for him to be imprisoned. We need to turn around our terminology saying we bind the powers of hell, and instead say, we bind the powers of darkness. It’s correct theology to say satan is actually homeless because his rightful place will be hell, which will be his only home.
Prosperity of soul is being happy by having no affirmation from anyone else. It is important to know that the Bible teaches us not let the sun go down on our anger–having until the end of the day to handle it. Anger is a normal emotion, but it is not normal when anger causes us a root of bitterness and causes us to lash out. It weakens immune system and become vulnerable to sickness and disease: bitterness, stress, anger, and drains energy and strength.
It’s not surprise that you can just ask a person if there was a crisis a few days ago and find out that they allowed that sickness into their life. Bitterness is a huge cause of sickness. Emotionally carrying that stuff depletes us. Lets be honest, if a waitress is working in a restaurant being happy and cheerful serving the customers. But we can also suggest that there is another who is grouchy and bitter. Who is going get the bigger tip?
Jesus Makes the Impossible Possible
Whatever God starts, it will continually grow. Scientists say the universe is always expanding. We must continually grow and expand. We come from heaven to earth to fulfill our mandate. Not everyone fulfills his or her destiny, but like Jesus, we can also be seeds for the world. God will take any of our mistakes and use it for His glory. If much is given, much is expected. Let’s use everything and every resource we have for the Kingdom of God.
When people humble themselves and become dependent in God, amazing things happen. God does great things when His people become more dependent on Him. He wants to satisfy your needs in every area of your life. If it matters to you, it matters to Him. So, why don’t we pray more if God can make the impossible possible?
And Jesus came and spoke to them, saying, “All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth. Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit (Matthew 28:18-19 NKJV).

So, how is it that Moses was able to persuade God’s decision to kill His own people when they committed idolatry?
Now therefore, let Me alone, that My wrath may burn hot against them and I may consume them…(Moses Speaking) Turn from Your fierce wrath, and relent from this harm to Your people…So the LORD relented from the harm which He said He would do to His people. (Exodus 32:10, 12, 14 NKJV)
Moses was able to take place in the council and was allowed to make a decision because of his rightful place with the Father. This shows clarity to the Body of Christ that God desires His children’s inputs and is willing to allow access to change the course of history. The Father God wants us to be history makers for His Kingdom.
There Are Lovers and There Are Workers
Obedience is always important for the believer, but Jesus defined two types of relationships with the King: servants and friends. Servants are task-oriented and are only focused on completely finishing the assignments. They believe that they obtain favor by what they do. A friend has a different motivation–they obtain favor by relationship.
No longer do I call you servants, for a servant does not know what his master is doing; but I have called you friends, for all things that I heard from My Father I have made known to you (John 15:15).
A servant’s main goal is to do whatever is said with no questions asked. They don’t have access into the inner workings, motivations, and thoughts of the master. The implication is that the friend does. The friend’s main goal is to have a heart to heart relationship–in thoughts and impressions. It’s not meeting the quota; it’s bringing joy through friendship.
There will always be lovers and workers. And the reality is that lovers will always get more work done than the workers. The lovers will actually have more done in the realm of obedience than slaves because they have tapped into another their realm: their heart. That contains their passion and intimacy. Many people fight for acceptance and work to be accepted to build an identity. Their identity is being built on effort, duties, and labors and they are hoping that they would be accepted.
It is different for who start off as having friendship with God. If believers start off in their mind being accepted, out of that produces work. There has to be a supernatural element in whatever we do because it’s the breath of God that makes the natural, supernatural for any area of our life.
Chapter 2: You Are a Masterpiece
For we are God’s masterpiece. He has created us anew in Christ Jesus, so we can do the good things he planned for us long ago. Ephesians 2:10 (NLT)

(Jeremiah 29:11 NLT).

The opportunities you need in life have already been preordained to come across your path. Your future is already released of favor, supernatural opportunities, and divine connections. My Desire Or His Desire
We must become a people of desire or else we will never effectively represent as Christ’s representatives on the Earth. The truth is that God the Father says that he will give you whatever you want.
You can ask for anything in my name, and I will do it…
John 14:13 (NLT)
Many of you may be asking “how do I know if my desires are God’s desires” or “how I do know if this is God’s will for my life.”
In Psalm 37:4 says this:
Delight yourself also in the LORD,
And He shall give you the desires of your heart.
Psalm 37:4 (NKJV)
Let’s dissect the word “desire.” When we dissect the word, “De” it means “of.” The second half of the word “Sire” means, “Father.” In result, the word “desire” simply means all desire is “of the Father.”
Let’s dig deeper. Psalm 37:4 actually have two steps into discovering if your desire is “of the father.” The first step is to “delight yourself in the Lord.” This means that you need to be in constant communion with Lord. Setting yourself into the secret place with the Father by praying, worshipping, and filling yourself of the Word of God will cause you to shift your attention into His Heart. When this happens, you will soon discover that your desires start to shift into the calling that He has for your life.
I Must Decrease Syndrome
There is this religious belief that was developed from John the Baptist’s famous quote:
He must increase, but I must decrease John 3:30 (NKJV).
There are many doctrines that are developed from this quote that has given God’s people a deadly disease to not pursue their callings. It is sadly portrayed as a religious dogma that His people should not be increased, but decreased. It’s silly to believe that God wants you to live a state of poverty and with lack in every area of your life!
John the Baptist said this not of humility, but as simply truth. He was making the way for the Messiah because that was the calling had on his life. John the Baptist is not from the New Covenant standpoint because he was the last Old Testament Prophet. The Old Testament chapter was closing and the New Covenant was coming forth through Jesus Christ.
The religious spirit will command you to show humility decreasing. To that I say: No! God wants you to increase! Not decrease! Most Christians will be better off having mental state of abundance than lack because it will enable them to allow more of God’s blessing in their life. If you have faith in lack, lack will follow your life. If you have faith in abundance, abundance will follow your life.
I once had a sister in a church, who had the Holy Spirit fall upon her and her mouth started to speak in a new spiritual language. When the event was over, she decided to refuse God’s Gift-the Gift of Tongues. This did not happen only once, but twice! Because she believed that God was “too noble” (her own words) for her receive any gift from the Lord. This was one of the dumbest doctrines I ever heard in my life. She did not want to increase for the sake of “humility.” Learn this lesson: it is offensive to refuse God’s gift! If it is from God, receive it wholeheartedly. God wants to lavish you in the abundance of gifts.
If you then, being evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your Father who is in heaven
give good things to those who ask Him!
Matthew 7:11 (NKJV)
If God wants to you give a gift, do not hesitate to receive it. God is a God of superabundance. He has unlimited supply of gifts and blessings and he wants to give them to you! As you do this, God will unleash your God-given destiny.
Chapter 3: Created for More!
Our Destiny consists of the things that God has intended for us to accomplish on Earth before you we to Heaven. The fact is that God already planned for you to do all good things. The lesson is discovering what those good things are.
The pursuit of your destiny is perhaps the most important thing you will ever do in life. Destiny starts to take shape in prayer, community, service, and mentoring. Kris Vallotton from Bethel Church From Redding, California says, “The dogs of doom stand at the door of destiny.” This means fear is there to keep you from opening the door to who you truly are and what you are called to accomplish in this life. We need to remember that throughout history, everyone who made a difference had to take a risk. And that is faith isn’t it? Faith requires risk!
The Hidden Treasures Inside Us

God has given us the ministry gifts of Jesus to fulfill his purposes. These Destiny Gifts were given at the ascension of Jesus. These gifts have this purpose: equipping the saints. And the gifts will be in operation until the goal is achieved
God gave us these Ministry Gifts to equip us to serve The Church. God gifted many according to our unique design. Every believer can receive impartation from every one of the gifts and many are oriented most toward one or two of these gifts.
The Five Ministry Gifts:
1. The Apostolic Gift: God’s “Sent One” or Delegated Representative Mentoring and Mobilizing for Ministry, Mission, and Multiplication
Function: Church and ministry pioneering, oversight and renewal.
Impartation: Leadership development and Multiplication.
2. The Prophetic Gift: God’s Confidant and Spokesperson.
Discerning and Declaring God’s Power, Presence and Perspective
Function: Intercession, worship, public and private prophesy.
Impartation: Spiritual passion and pursuit of God’s presence and power
3. The Evangelistic Gift: God’s Herald of Good News of the Kingdom. Declaring and Demonstrating the Gospel for Conviction and Conversion
Function: Equipping the church to reach the world
Impartation: God’s heart for the lost and tools for reaching them
4. The Pastoral Gift – God’s Shepherd and Caretaker of the Flock
Catalyzing and Cultivating a Christ-centered, Caring Community
The Elder Gift – Serving community by leading people and groups
The Deacon Gift – Serving community through project and program
5. The Teaching Gift –Guardian of the Truth & God’s Instructor.
Communicating and Conveying Truth for Training and Transformation
Function: Bible study leader, Disciple maker, Teacher
Impartation: Hunger and value for the Word of God.
I Don’t Have Any of the Fivefold Ministry Gifts!
Ephesians 4:11 “And He Himself gave some (hint) to be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, and some pastors and teachers”
You may come across this verse many times in your lifetime. What I never understood was that how can everybody fit into the fivefold ministry. What I noticed too in the church is that when get on fire for the Lord, we immediately think that we have to implant ourselves inside the church instead of using our gifts for the marketplace.
The fivefold ministry are not the only gifts! What I have learned from Ephesians 4:11 is that the fivefold ministry are only some of the gifts for the Body of Christ. Most people will go through life trying to fit into the fivefold ministry and neglect the gifts that are deeply rooted inside them.
In Ephesians 4:11, it says “some.” What is the opposite of some? It’s most! So what are most?
Here is a list:
Again, only some are the fivefold ministry and people spend their whole lives finding out they have different gifts. God has already put gifts inside us. What you love the most is your gift!
If you are truly part of the fivefold, the people of the fivefold will remind you. You will even see it manifest it in your own life! You will notice that you will prophesy to anyone or anyone that comes near you. You will prophesy to the trees, the animals, and practically preach to anyone, anywhere, anytime. Of course I am exaggerating a little, but you get the point.
We can know what are gifts are by what we do in our daily life: we may talk about it, think about it, and listen about it, anything about it! The point is we should know our gifts, so we can be the gift to the world. The gift is planted inside of us, so let’s identify the gift!
“But now God has set the members, each one of them,
in the body just as He pleased”
(1 Corinthians 12:18).
God has given special gifts to us and if you do are excellent at it; you will attract more people into your life. In result, you reach people with the Gospel because you’ll intrigue them.
No Jobs In Heaven Only Gifts!
You don’t have a job in Heaven – you use your gifts in Heaven to serve others! If you are an artist, you will have a studio in Heaven. You will paint because you love to do it! People will walk by your painting and see the fruition of your gift come to life.
If you love football, you will play football in Heaven! There will two teams playing against each, but Jesus gets all the points in the end! How fun is that?
This gives us a different perspective doesn’t it? Everything is given to you in Heaven. But, notice that Heaven is a place where you use your gifts out of pleasure, not out of work. Heaven is a place where God desires to see you perform your God-given talents at its peak level.
The Lukewarm Revelation
So, because you are lukewarm—neither hot nor cold—
I am about to spit you out of my mouth.
(Revelation 3:16 NIV)
Over the years, I have seen so many preachers use this verse to try to make the people of God feel guilty. They claimed that you better start to “act up” or else Jesus will spit you out and throw you into the burning gates of Hell. I never felt enlightened by those types of preachers that only condemned and never edified. I am not saying that God doesn’t discipline us from time to time, but the Church needs to focus more on His grace, love and mercy. The Father of the Heavens is in such a good mood that he is delighted to see us in our everyday tasks. He watches over us not out of duty, but out joy because we are His child.
I am amazed by these terms hot, cold, and lukewarm. There is an astounding revelation from Heaven and basically this verse talks about our gifts! How you may ask? When Jesus says hot, He really means that the person is using the gifts for the Kingdom of God. If you are hot, you are burning with passion for the Lord–you know your gifts and are using it for Jesus.
Cold means that the person has not accepted Christ as Savior, but they are using their gifts for the world. This is actually a good thing since they have already discovered their and applying it to their lives. All they really have to do is to be born again and be using their gifts of the Kingdom!
Lukewarm is just like how it’s defined: you don’t know and don’t care, so you can’t be used for the Kingdom of God. That is in the verse God wants you to be either hot or cold because at least you know your gifts and are using them. If you are cold, all that has to happen is for that person is to be born-again and finally that person will bring glory to God by using their gift! Lukewarm brings a nasty taste to Jesus because he doesn’t find it pleasing to not use our gifts that he has given to us.
Jesus Has Gifts Too!
Our goal is to finish the race, so let’s not escape it. Throughout history, God has given dreams leading to destiny. Almost every hero of scripture was called to a dream or destiny and God wants to place His dream within you too. He wants your gifts impact your culture.
Remember the disciples who were with Jesus? They had gifts too. They were fisherman! In fact, Jesus wanted to use their fishing talents to fish for people to spread the Gospel.
Follow Me, and I will make you fishers of men
Matthew 4:19 (NKJV).
Jesus had a gift too–he was a carpenter. By allowing him to flourish in his carpentry skills he accumulated a great amount of wealth. Have you ever noticed that Jesus never complained about finances in the Bible? On another note, Jesus actually had a huge house he was a very wealthy man–he lacked nothing. Chapter 5: Life Roadblocks

God wants you to excel in every situation in your life. If it matters to you, it matters to Him. Look toward what Jesus has done because Jesus Christ is Perfect Theology.
