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INTRODUCTION
I would like to start by explaining why I actually wrote this book. And quite honestly, the reason was very simple. I wrote this book because God told me to. He also gave me the book’s title and the date I should release it on. He even explained to me how he has been grooming me for this particular moment all of my life. You see, the Sator Square did not just fall into my life. It was purposely given to me to unlock. God actually prepared every aspect of my life to receive it. Every job, every class, every encounter I ever had in my entire life was all a part of his grooming process to instill a special awareness inside of me which enables me to see things others cannot see. I realized that this “grooming process” that the Lord was putting me through was finalized the day I personally met Bishop T.D. Jakes at a book signing at my church. While I posed for a picture with him, I heard the voice of God whisper to me that this was my graduation day. I left the book signing unable to clearly understand what exactly he meant by “graduation day.” 5 months later, I was made aware of the Sator Square while watching a television show about the “Secrets of Christianity” and within 24 hours, I realized that this square contained a hidden message concealed inside of it. I beckoned for my wife to come and see what I had discovered, and at first glance, she couldn’t see it. When I pointed it out with my finger to her, she immediately saw it and became frightened. She couldn’t understand how it was possible for me to see images that she and centuries of scholars could not see in under 24 hours! So much so, that I have never forgotten it.

Little did I know that this night would become my impromptu graduation and that I would be blessed and enlightened with a spiritual gift from above to see, hear, and touch the word of God for the world. As Bishop Jakes entitled book says to “Let It Go,” I hope that I can also “Let it go” from cover to cover of this book and reveal everything that’s been locked away and concealed inside of the Sator Square for nearly 2000 years.
I must admit that it is very likely that this may not be the best grammatically written book that you will ever read, but it will most certainly be the most enlightening book that has ever been written in our generation. That’s because I am not an accomplished author or an excellent writer, but just your average Christian on a mission who is prepared to deliver the most prized possession ever to the entire world. That’s because the Sator Square is not just some old ancient graffiti, but is actually the long sought after Holy Grail! Yes, please govern yourselves accordingly and prepare to receive the Sator Square, or should I say the real Holy Grail!
YE SHALL SEE AND NOT PERCEIVE
By hearing ye shall hear, and shall not understand, and seeing ye shall see, and shall not perceive. For this people’s heart is waxed gross, and their ears are dull of hearing, and their eyes they have closed. Matthew 13:14
The Sator Square is the Real Holy Grail. Period. It is the most brilliant compilation of five words ever created. And I believe that it was created by none other than the mighty hand of God. After you read this book, I am positive that you will believe that he created it also. But before I begin, I must admit that August 4, 2012 was the first time I had ever heard of the Sator Square. I actually consider that day as a “burning bush” moment in my life because once I saw it, I instantly realized that there was something very special about the Sator Square. Even though I didn’t understand what the words Sator, Arepo, Tenet, Opera, and Rotas meant in a sentence, collectively these words managed to capture my full attention. And of course, I had heard of an opera, but in this context, that word didn’t really captivate me either. As a complete sentence, the Sator Square is just plain babble, or should I say Babel.
I’ve been a Christian all of my life, so naturally I have heard of the biblical story about the “Tower of Babel.” Hmmm? Maybe the Sator Square has something to do with the Tower of Babel. I had heard of the Knights Templars who were once sworn to an oath of secrecy and were imprisoned in a tower somewhere in France. But their order was disbanded by the Catholic Church and some were even murdered! The Templars never said anything much to their defense - due to their sworn oath of secrecy. However, they did draw a bunch of graffiti on their prison cell walls. Wait, maybe that’s it! Maybe they did manage to say something after all! Not spoken with their mouths, but through their drawings. Maybe their testimony has been placed directly in front of us all of this time, cleverly camouflaged on the walls of their cells and hidden in plain sight.
Now, before I get too far ahead of myself, let’s return to what initially drew my attention to the unusual design of the Sator Square. Much of my attention was focused primarily on the letter N. Of the 8 alphabets comprised of the Sator Square, the letter N is the only one that has not been duplicated, and it’s positioned perfectly in the center. Yes, there’s obviously something mysterious about the letter N. Looking at how it is positioned in the center definitely caught my attention. Even though I didn’t hear the voice of God call out my name as he did with Moses, there was still something mystical, something sacred about the letter N that sparked my curiosity to explore even deeper inside of it. As you move from chapter to chapter, you will clearly see and understand why I was drawn in by the letter N of the Sator Square. From that letter, you will see the designs of Heaven and Ezekiel’s Third Temple, lost ancient holy artifacts, and receive a much clearer understanding of why Jesus said he is the bread that fell down from heaven during the days of Moses. More importantly, you will learn the real reason why the letter N is the central focus and the heart and soul of the Sator Square. And just as the letter N captivated me, it will definitely captivate you, or should I say – “U” too! I can’t explain why just yet, but I promise that by the end of the book, you will see and understand it all as clear as day!
WELCOME TO THE KINGDOM OF GOD
“I assure you, whoever does not welcome the Kingdom of God like a little child will never enter it” Mark 10:15
In this verse, Jesus is telling everyone that they must change their way of thinking about God to the level and enthusiasm of a child or else they will not be allowed to enter into his Kingdom. Hind sight is 20/20, so let’s investigate why he made a statement like this almost 2000 years ago.
During the time of Jesus, Christianity is not just new, but it’s brand new. The Jewish people have been through hell and back many times over. The bible expertly documents all the trials and circumstances that these people have been through and at this point of Jesus’ life, they are now under Roman control, and are just trying to survive. Now here comes Jesus, a new religious leader on the scene, with “radical” teachings that were not well received by the church (to say the least.) But please understand - this was all a part of his master plan. God and Jesus are one. God made the laws, so he OBVIOUSLY knows that if he teaches anything contradictory to the laws that he could be killed! But that’s exactly what he has to do! He needs the Jews, his chosen people, to kill him as their sacrificial offering. This scenario is very similar to what we would call today as suicide-by-cop. And as strange as it seems, I totally get it. Jesus has to die, and he will only be sacrificed by his chosen people. Remember, it was Jesus who said that “salvation is from the Jews.” His death is needed for their salvation in order to release them from the laws that his father made.
Looking back at the situation more closely, the Jewish people are not totally at fault for what was done to Jesus. They were only defending their religious beliefs and its laws which were still active until the death of Jesus. As far as the world is concerned, it’s not until Jesus is actually crucified on the cross that the teachings of his ministry were completely activated. Today, many people look back at this event and say the behavior of the Jews were completely out of line, but let us imagine for a second that we hear of a NEW prophesy that says Jesus Christ will also send his son, Jesus Jr. (if you will), to die for the sins of the world. This new prophesy would be widely rejected by Christians everywhere! We would compare this prophesy to the bible, and say since it’s not in agreement, we would most assuredly crucify this so called, “Son of Jesus” in the media. But, that’s because we are in the information age or “net era” where information is easily and readily accessible. But in Jesus’ day, it was prophesied that the Messiah would come from Bethlehem - not Galilee. Many people were not aware that Jesus was actually born in Bethlehem, moved to Egypt to escape being killed by Herod, then finally returned with his parents to Galilee. This was a big reason his message wasn’t widely accepted because his parents didn’t actually live in Bethlehem, they were simply traveling visitors there on the day of his birth, because that’s where they had to go in connection to their ancestral tribe, the Tribe of Judah, in order to be counted for the census. Mary gave birth to Jesus once she got there, but like I said earlier, they had to escape from Bethlehem’s King Herod or else Baby Jesus would’ve been killed. But, these are ancient times and there wasn’t such a thing as a birth certificate. Jesus stated that he was the “Root of David” and that was it! Believe it or don’t believe it! His ministry was very short - only three years and he didn’t waste a lot of time proving his identity or repeating the same thing over and over. It has been written that Jesus did so much in that 3 year time period that the world could not contain all the information concerning his past. That’s big! Now also think about when he establishes the “Commission of 70” and sends them out in pairs ahead of him to spread the gospel to cities that he plans to visit later. That’s a total of 35 cities that he is planning to visit within 2 or 3 years – just by walking! Jesus defined the true meaning of the term “so much to do and so little time to do it in.”
I recently heard a minister say that people today are tired of church. I must admit that I respectfully disagree. That’s because I believe the faith level of believers today is on the same level as the people during Jesus’ era. The people then were not as tired of church as the people are of it today. The people of Jesus’ time exhibited a strong and passionate desire to learn something new, different, and exciting which vastly differed from the religion of their ancestors. They were willing to travel many miles to hear Jesus preach and he traveled many miles to preach to them. However, one thing remained the same between the new Jewish believers and the old Jewish believers - they both still deeply desired to serve the same God. Jesus served the Father according to the Laws of Moses all of his days on earth. As I stated earlier, most of his teachings were not activated until the time of his death. Jesus taught a new and better way to observe the same Laws of Moses and how the forgiveness of sins would be made much simpler in the future. The Last Supper meal was organized and performed in traditional Jewish custom, but in the middle of the meal, Jesus decided to demonstrate to his disciples how future observances of this meal are to be carried out. From here on out, these gatherings would be done in remembrance of him. This is where he actually reveals and demonstrates that he was the actual bread that fell down from heaven. After Jesus was born, he was placed inside of a manger, which is a feeding trough for animals. He was laid out in a place to serve food in order to demonstrate to the Shepherds, or pastors, that his earthly life would be symbolized as a spiritual food which is available to feed the world eternally! Just as he demonstrated to those shepherds that a baby can be placed in a feeding trough for animals, he also demonstrated to his disciples to “renew their thinking” and take a meal which they had celebrated all of their lives in remembrance of the Passover, and now celebrate it’s observance in remembrance of him. In order for the disciples to do this, they had to renew all of their previous knowledge of God and start all over at the level of a child. Essentially, they had to be retrained and this retraining process required a lot more time - more than 10 times the amount of time they actually spent together with Jesus.
I say that only because the four gospels of the New Testament were written some 30 to 40 years after the death of Jesus. The Apostles were still absorbing what happened during those 3 exciting and lightning fast years with Jesus that it wasn’t until after-the-fact that they completely realized how everything Jesus said and did matched up perfectly to what had been prophesied about the coming Messiah.
And I believe everything I will reveal to you that’s been hidden inside of the Sator Square will match up perfectly with the Holy Bible. Most of the images created from the Sator Square will look similar to something that a child would draw. They are not the images you would expect to see concerning the Holy Grail. They are just visual replicas of the real thing. But, that’s the magic of it. Once you have witnessed all the images, blueprints, and designs of the Sator Square collectively, you will see that the beautiful collage of pictures it makes from just 25 letters are not just extremely creative, but beautiful. The Sator Square is a wonderful work of art. You realize that God is definitely real and that he has concrete plans for your life. And the Sator Square is his way of letting you examine the plans hands on for yourself. Every time that I look at all of them I become emotional. I want to cry because I can clearly see that this is just the way Jesus wanted it and I feel humbled that he revealed it all to me. Each picture tells a story and I believe that by the end of the story, once you witness how the plans for heaven and earth were written in stone by God from beginning to end – it’s hard to believe that any normal human being could ever create something as intricate and unique as the Sator Square. It’s so wonderful that it could only be created by the magnificent wisdom of God. But, keep in mind, just as the disciples had to be retrained, you too must have an open mind in order to see and believe all the images contained. This is why I believe Jesus said, “Whosoever does not welcome the Kingdom of God like a little child, will never enter it.” The Sator Square presents the very images of the Kingdom of God and more! So get set to unlock your inner child and start exploring the greatest puzzle ever created.
BEHOLD THE HOLY GRAIL
The eyes that see the things you see are blessed! For I tell you that many prophets and kings wanted to see the things you see yet didn’t see them; to hear the things you hear yet didn’t hear them. Luke 10:23-24
I am sure that just about everyone on the planet has heard of the Holy Grail. Yet, no one knows exactly what it is. And I am quite certain that this is just the way God intended. The Holy Grail is thought to be a dish, a plate, a stone, or a cup. It has historical associations with the Last Supper, the Crucifixion and even with the mythical tales of King Arthur and Sir Lancelot. No one knows exactly what it is, but I believe the Sator Square is actually the real Holy Grail.
The Sator Square has been found inscribed on cups, dishes, plates, stones and walls throughout the Middle East and Europe. SPOILER ALERT! The Sator Square does not contain the blood of Jesus, but it does contain his bloodline, or rather historic evidence that proves his existence within 25 letters. And I will prove it!
1 Corinthians 1:19 says, “I will put an end to the wisdom of the wise, and will put on one side the designs of those who have knowledge.” Verse 27 says, “God has chosen what is foolish in the world to shame the wise, and God has chosen what is weak in the world to shame the strong.”
What these two verses say to me is that in order to solve the Sator Square, one must first start with the Greatest Book ever written and inspired by the Greatest God there is! This means that the only way to prove if the Sator Square is the HOLY GRAIL is to use the HOLY BIBLE! Once the Sator Square is compared word-for-word against the bible, you will see it is authentically Holy! After you have witnessed all the images, words and shapes in the Sator Square, you will have a clear understanding of why God left something so precious for each one of us to possess in our hearts and minds.
For 13 months, I personally unlocked over one hundred hidden messages and concealed images inside of the Sator Square which specifically pertain to major stories of the bible, beginning from the Book of Genesis and ending at the last Chapter of the Book of Revelation. I truly believe I was able to do so only with the complete guidance of the Holy Spirit. After I unlocked the first lock, I realized that mentally, I was not doing this on my own. I was somehow being fed with knowledge from above, which I believe is the Hidden Manna referenced in Revelation 2:17, which says, “Anyone who has an ear should listen to what the Spirit says to the churches. I will give the victor some of the hidden manna. I will also give him a white stone, and on the stone a new name is inscribed that no one knows except the one who receives it.” Well, I had an ear that was open to what the Spirit was saying to the churches and the white stone I received is the Sator Square. The Sator Square contains the hidden manna, the spiritual body of Christ which is no doubt the Holy Grail.
THE POOR FELLOW
SOLDIERS OF CHRIST
I praise you O Father, Lord of Heaven and earth, for hiding these things from the intellectuals and worldly wise and for revealing them to those who are as trusting as little children. Yes, thank you, Father, for that is the way you wanted it. Luke 10:21
The Knights Templars were a medieval military order and were among the wealthiest and most powerful of Western Christian Military Orders. They were originally called the Poor Fellow Soldiers of Christ and were an active military unit of the Catholic Church during the years 1119 and 1312. They provided protection for Christian Pilgrims who journeyed back and forth to the Holy Land. The reason why their original name was changed to the Knights Templars was because they were once based inside the Al Aqsa Mosque inside of Solomon’s Temple in Jerusalem. The Templars were sworn to a strict oath of secrecy. They followed very stringent codes of conduct such as eating in silence, no outside contact with women, and how they were to dress, and so on, and so forth.
In 1303, the Templars lost control of Solomon’s Temple to the Muslims, and so their role was now less important within the Christian Church, even though their growth had swelled from 9 original members to over 20,000. As I said earlier, the Templars were very wealthy and were even able to loan a substantial amount of money to King Phillip IV of France! The ability to loan money to a sovereign nation is what I would call extremely wealthy! Well, when King Philip realized that he was unable to pay back the Templars loan, he devised an evil scheme with the aid of Pope Clement to have the Templars arrested and killed. I guess he figured that if the Templars were eliminated, then he would be off the hook for his loan. Philip’s scheme claimed that the Templars ritually spit on the cross, were involved in sodomy, homosexuality, fraud and more evil acts and lies. None of these claims were ever proven true, but since the Templars were sworn to their oath of secrecy about their organization and could not interact regularly with outsiders, this really limited how they could successfully defend their honor. And it really didn’t matter because with the high level of secrecy involved with the Templars, nobody knew very anything about them which would have swayed their opinions away from the charges that were brought against them. King Phillip then pressured Pope Clement into having the Templars arrested and tortured until they signed false confessions admitting their guilt, while those who didn’t do so were burned alive! There is a lot more to this story of the Knights Templars, but my intentions are to elaborate more about the artful messages the Templars concealed on their prison cell walls and directly across their chest!
The Sator Square can visually create a Knights Templar’s cross by connecting the letters A-E-O-N, which means life, ages, forever, or eternity. So, let’s see what the bible has to say about this word - AEON. First, we’ll start with what the Prophet Isaiah says in Isaiah 45:17, “But Israel shall be saved in the Lord with an everlasting salvation; ye shall not be ashamed nor confounded, world without end.” A world without end would be for an eternity or aeon. Ephesians 43:23 says, “Unto him be glory in the church by Christ Jesus throughout all ages, world without end.” Once again, world without end means AEON - life, ages, forever, or for eternity.
It was rumored that the Red Cross on the Templars robe represented a symbol of martyrdom, and to die in combat was considered a great honor which assured them a place in heaven. They were never allowed to surrender in battle unless all of the Templar Flags had fallen on the battlefield. But I realized it wasn’t simply a flag that they were fighting for, but it was about what the flag represented – everlasting life with Christ. When the Templars were arrested, their rooms were ransacked, yet nothing valuable was ever found. They were locked away in prison cell towers and began etching the Sator Square on the walls along with other types of graffiti. And by being camouflaged among all this other graffiti, the Sator Square was never able to stand out as something sacred and holy. This is why I believe the story of the Knights Templars is similar to the biblical story of the Tower of Babel – in reverse. Let me explain.
On 11-11-11, I made a personal commitment to do something special for my church, Without Walls International Church. After the start of the New Year, our executive pastor, Pastor Michael Williams, who is now the pastor of The Sanctuary Church of Tampa, prophesied to me and my family at a church picnic that he believed that “Clifford will do great things for the church.” I accepted his prophetic announcement about myself to be true and in a few months, I unlocked the Sator Square and was personally taught by what I believe was an Angel of God in my dreams for 111 straight nights. I then realized God was telling me to take note of these “number ones” which lead me to Genesis 11:1 which begins with the story of the Tower of Babel and how the world at that time was of one language and one speech. In the end, God confuses their language and scatters them across the face of the earth. When I analyze this story, I see that the Tower of Babel and the Tower of the Templars stories have some astounding similarities – in reverse. Each story involves; people making a name popular, a tower, God coming to earth, and multiple languages.
In the biblical story, the PEOPLE want to build a TOWER that would make a name for themselves. GOD comes to the earth and gives them MULTIPLE LANGUAGES. In the Templar’s story, the PEOPLE are already of MULTIPLE LANGUAGES, GOD (Jesus) comes to the earth and leaves a tablet made up of multiple languages. The Knight Templars, who are entrusted with securing the Sator Square, stored the writings from this tablet on the walls of a TOWER. The words in this TOWER are for the PEOPLE to make a great name for Jesus.
In the Tower of Babel story, the people devise a plan to build a tower in the world that honors themselves, so God scatters them throughout the world. In the Templars story, they are protecting the plans which will once again reunite the people of the world back to God.
Although God confused the languages of the people so that they couldn’t understand each other, he was always able to understand the multiple languages that they spoke. The Sator Square is God’s written proof that he understands us all and wants us reunited again as he first intentioned since the beginning of time.
Hebrews 10:16 says, “This is the covenant that I will make with them after those days, saith the Lord, I will put my laws into their hearts, and in their minds I will write them.” The statement, “I will write them” is why I personally believe Jesus was the one who created the Sator Square and gave it to his disciples before or after his Crucifixion. The Sator Square showcases God’s new covenant to the world and the Knights Templar, who were “as trusting as little children” were chosen to safe guard it in their minds! Jesus said in Matthew 6:19, “Do not lay up for yourselves treasures on earth, where moth and rust destroy and where thieves break in and steal, but lay up for yourselves treasures in heaven, where neither moth nor rust destroys and where thieves do not break in and steal. For where your treasure is, there your heart will be also.” That’s the reason why nothing sacred or valuable was ever found when the Templars were captured. Their treasures and their hearts were stored up in heaven.
So there you have it. The Poor Fellow Soldiers of Christ, or the Knights Templar, were never safeguarding a cup, a plate, a vial, or stone which was considered as the Holy Grail. Why? Because the bible says they shouldn’t! If they were true Soldiers of Christ, then they were fully aware of what Christ said about laying up treasures on earth, so there is no real reason to believe that they were ever safeguarding some type of cup or dish. The real treasure they were protecting was the Sator Square, which was safeguarded inside of their minds, where it could never rust or be stolen. And they never spoke a word of it to anyone.
However, there is a legendary tale of how they may have actually revealed the secrets of the Sator Square with their mouths. The story says that when the Templars were in prison, some of the carvings on their prison tower walls were made from their actual teeth! So, if that story is true, then one can truthfully say that the Templars did indeed speak with their mouths after all. The story then goes on to explain why they created so many drawings on the walls. It was because when word got back to them that King Phillip was executing all of their leaders and fellow members, they inscribed a lot of the drawings on the walls so that if they were all executed, their secret would not die with them. Check for yourselves and notice amongst all the graffiti that remains on all the tower walls, you will find the Sator Square etched alongside graffiti in plain sight.
At first glance, the Sator Square is believed to be written in an old Latin language, but actually, it involves Latin, Greek, Hebrew, English, and yes, even some slang languages. I will explain how in the following chapters, but I believe this is the primary reason why no one has been able to unlock the square. The Sator Square is made up of multiple languages that use the Phoenician alphabet system as a decoder. I believe the Knights Templars were actually safeguarding the Sator Square in their minds, and symbolized their main objective among one another by wearing its chief design on their chest. I don’t believe the Templars knew the full meanings of what it was they were protecting, but I do believe it was considered very special and important to them that they were willing to safeguard it with their lives for the building of an eternal life with Christ - a world without end. Matthew 28:19-20 records the last thing Jesus said before ascending to heaven was, “Go ye therefore, and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them into the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit; teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even unto the end of the world.”
In summary, Jesus wants all of his followers to stop being silent and start actively teaching others how to strive for a world without end! The Sator Square speaks to the world through multiple words and symbols which highlights the key things that God wants us to observe. It is solid evidence that he has completely planned out our lives from the beginning to the end, and that his promise to continually be with us forever and ever is real. So real that it’s written in stone, as well as your heart!
ALL THINGS THAT
ARE THINE ARE MINE
Now they know that all things whatsoever thou has given me I have given unto them; and they received them, and knew of a truth that I came forth from thee, and they believed that thou didst send me. I pray for them: I pray not for the world, but for those whom thou hast given me; for they ARE thine; and all things that ARE mine ARE thine, and thine ARE mine; and I am glorified in them. And I am no more in the world, and I come to thee. Holy Father, keep them in thy name which thou hast given me, that they may be one, even as we ARE. John 17:7-11
The scripture above was spoken by Jesus in a prayer to his Father while he was in the Garden of Gethsemane and later betrayed by his disciple Judas. This was his last emotional plea to his Father on behalf of his followers. In this prayer, Jesus is saying that regardless of what happens to him from this moment on, he seeks the guaranteed safety of “thine which are his and his father” and that they may be one, just as he and his father are one. He is later arrested, tried, convicted and crucified on the cross for the sins of his believers. But before all this was done, Jesus clearly stated in this prayer that he was “not praying for the world, but only for those whom thou hast given me.”
In the Sator Square, the letters A-R-E makes the mark of the cross. Every one who believes that Christ died on the cross for their sins receives this mark which is written on their foreheads – or rather, inside of their minds. These marked people ARE Christ’s property and together, they are one – just like “we are” - which is the Father and the Son. Everyone who believes in Jesus Christ, regardless of their various languages and nationality is his property, as well as the property of his father. John elaborates on this oneness in John 3:16 which states how God loved the world so much that he gave his son Jesus to die for our sins, and that everyone who believes that this same God would send his only son to die for the sins of the world would receive the “A-R-E” mark of the cross and will not perish in hell, but have an everlasting life with God and his son Jesus Christ! John 6:47 says that “he that believeth on me hath everlasting life.”
But God’s truth stands firm like a great rock, and nothing can shake it. It is a foundation stone with these words written on it; “The Lord knows those who are really his” and “a person who calls himself a Christian should not be doing things that are wrong.” 2 Timothy 2:19
In summary, the letters A-R-E creates the mark of all those who ARE believers of Christ with the symbol of the cross, which was the instrument of death used to crucify Jesus for the sins of his believers. The 5 letters that make up this mark represents the 5 “Are’s” of his final prayer in The Garden of Gethsemane. If you believe this, then you ARE now marked as God’s property and have just unlocked the first of many locks of the Sator Square!
AND UPON THIS ROCK
I WILL BUILD MY CHURCH
“And I also say unto thee, that thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church; and the gates of Hades shall not prevail against it. I will give unto thee the keys of the kingdom of heaven. Matthew 16:18
This verse expresses two things to me. First, it identifies Peter as the foundation on which Christ will build his church, and secondly, it says Jesus will give him the keys to the kingdom. Together, this signifies a starting point and an ending point. If you are building a house, these are two primary factors in construction, because they represent the beginning and the ending of the building process. Before construction can begin, you will need a foundation to build upon. After that, the walls, the roof, and the doors are installed. The final stage is completed by adding locks on the doors of the building to control who is authorized to come and go inside of the building. Now, let’s review.
You can’t construct a roof until you have walls, you can’t have doors until you have walls, and you can’t have walls or doors until you have a foundation. Peter’s name represents the foundation Christ begins to build his church upon. The other 11 disciples are also a part of this foundation, as well as the other Prophets in the bible per Ephesians 2:19-20 which states, “the household of God being built upon the foundation of the apostles and prophets, Christ Jesus himself being the chief cornerstone in whom each several buildings, fitly framed together, growing into a holy temple in the Lord; in whom ye also are builded together for a habitation of God in the Spirit.” Peter, the apostles, and the prophets are the foundation Christ is building his church on and Jesus Christ is the “chief cornerstone” of the building. So why was Peter singled out as the “foundation” of Christ’s church? The spirit tells me to look at this verse spiritually and that’s when I was able to see it more clearly.
On the surface, Peter is no better than the rest. He is a part of the same foundation of Jesus’ church just as the others. But one thing stands out to me about Peter and why Jesus picked him. Peter had a lightning speed ability to quickly repent which made him tremendously special in God’s eyes! God doesn’t look at things the way man does. God looks at the heart, and Peter had a very big heart. His faith is noticeably different than any other disciple or prophet in the bible. Peter’s ability to quickly repent represents the exact type of behavior that Jesus is looking for in all of his followers. Peter makes a lot of mistakes but whenever he does, he is quick to return to God and immediately repent for his mistakes or disbelief. Peter’s attitude is very similar to that of King David, who the Old Testament describes as “a man after the heart of God.” Peter is what I consider as the New Testament’s version of David, except unlike David, Peter was a priest and not a king. David was the leader of the Jewish people, but Peter is the leader of the Church of Jesus Christ which is made up of all races and ethnicities on the earth. By selecting Peter, Jesus shows the Kingly and Priestly personas he will embody. Zechariah 6:12 says that the man whose name is the Branch “shall sit and rule upon his throne; and he shall be a priest upon his throne.” This means Jesus will be unlike any leader in Jewish history because he will be both King and Priest to his people. The priest was the one who made atonements for the people and Peter’s faith represented the speed that Jesus wants all of us to make our atonements at. No one knows the day when Jesus will return so he desires for all of us to have this “lightning fast” speed of atoning for our sins also so that we are always ready and waiting upon his return.
Let’s go a little deeper and examine the historical behavior patterns of Peter and see some examples why he was so special in God’s eyes. During Peter’s first meeting with Jesus, he is working as a professional fisherman. He is exhausted and frustrated from a reward-less night of fishing, yet he is surprisingly willing and obedient to obey Jesus’ request that he take his already docked boat back out into the waters to fish once more, plus he follows Jesus’ direct commands to cast his nets from the other side of the boat. Reading between the lines, it’s quite obvious Peter doubted that he would catch any fish at all, because after he catches the boat load of fish, he falls down at Jesus’ knees and is so ashamed of himself for doubting, that he tells him to, “Go away from me, for I am a sinful man.” Just by doubting Jesus ability to teach him how to fish, he felt unworthy to even be in the very presence of such a man as Jesus – which explains why he submits and bows down to him. Now, I’m sure that the average well-experienced fisherman of today would not have even thought twice about taking his boat back out into the waters or even allowed Jesus to instruct him on how to catch fish. This is why Peter was special because his demonstrated to Jesus that he was willing to humbly welcome any new instructions from the Lord with the mind of a child.
The bible also records a story where Peter is the only disciple to step out of a boat during the middle of a rain storm and walk on top of the water towards Jesus. He ends up sinking by the end of the story, but just by trying, he showed that he had more faith than the others in the boat to at least attempt to “come to Jesus” on the stormy seas. This proves to me that Peter, like David, demonstrated that he was also a man after God’s heart.
Peter is also the same guy who told Jesus that he could never allow him to wash his feet, yet when Jesus tells him the he has to or else he can have no parts of him, Peter – never the one to disappoint Jesus - then reconsiders and tells Jesus to not only wash his feet, but to also wash his entire body! Before Jesus was taken away to be crucified, Luke 22:33 says Peter told Jesus, “Lord, I am ready to go with you to prison and to death” but when Jesus is taken away to be crucified, the bible says that Peter hid in the background, watching the entire process as though he was an ordinary observer, even denying that he knew Christ and was one of his followers.
But, I believe this act of denial was also another reason why he was chosen, because even though Peter hid in the background, his bravery to watch the events that led to Jesus’ crucifixion shows that he was not just a liar, but a loyal liar. Allow me to explain. What I am saying is that even though Peter did deny Jesus 3 times, he did not completely abandon him. Peter told Jesus that he was ready to go with him to prison and to death. And technically he did. Peter did go with Jesus to prison and to death, even though he did not assume the same faith on the cross as Jesus did. To me, Peter simply told a “white lie” in the line of duty. Now, I know a lie is a lie, however slight or great the lie may be, which is why the rooster proved Jesus’ point that Peter would deny him by crowing 3 times, but I believe this was a major point Jesus was trying to point out to Peter.
In the Art of War, Sun Tzu says that “all warfare is based on deception.” Jesus technically was at war with the church. And Peter was a spy who was courageous enough to go behind enemy lines for him. Peter witnessed Jesus go to trial before the Sanhedrin court and he also witnessed the empty tomb where Jesus had risen from the dead. Jesus needed Peter to relay everything he had seen to the others, so the way I see it, if Peter had not denied Christ, he would have been convicted and crucified alongside of Jesus. How could Jesus build the foundation of his church on Peter if Peter was crucified the same day with him also? Double Agent Simon Peter may have looked like a coward to most people, but to me, he was definitely braver than the other eleven disciples! And let’s not forget that Jesus did not allow his Crucifixion to be marred by violence. In the Garden, just as he was about to be taken away, Peter was first to withdraw his sword and cut off the ear of one of the servants of the High Priest, but Jesus said “No more of this” and reached out and healed that man’s ear. So I presume the reason why Peter was hiding in the background watching was because watching – as a spy for Jesus - was all he was able to do.
And lastly, after Jesus was crucified, Mary reported to him that Jesus’ body was no longer in the tomb and Peter raced another disciple to the tomb to see if this was true. This other disciple arrived at the tomb before Peter, but he was too afraid to look inside of an empty tomb! Peter arrived after this disciple and was not afraid to enter inside. He boldly walked in and witnessed the spot where Jesus was laid and was now risen from. Some time passed by after this event and all the other disciples eventually see Jesus standing along the shore while they were fishing from their boat. And out of all the disciples on the boat, Peter dives into the water and quickly swims to the shore to get to Jesus before the others. He wasted no time quickly getting to Jesus. I’m assuming that after witnessing Peter’s passion to get to him before all the other disciples, Jesus decided to restore Peter’s leadership role among the brethren by publicly asking him “Do you love me” three times so that he could do likewise and “establish his brothers” whenever their faith “slid back and forth” from Christ. The Apostle Peter was definitely Jesus’ most experienced go-to-guy for repentance! And he modeled this humble faith of his all the way to the grave. When Peter was crucified on the cross, he requested to be crucified upside down. He felt that was not worthy enough to even die in the same upright manner as his Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.
Peter is a special person. In fact, he is very special. Jesus pointed out just how special he was in Luke 22:31 by telling Peter directly, “Satan asked to have you that he might sift you as wheat but I made supplication for thee, that thy faith fail not.” This is big! Peter is the only disciple where it is written that Jesus directly prays for his protection from the devil. This demonstrates to me just how special he was because it shows that Satan was well aware that Peter was special to Jesus, and Satan wanted him too, so much so that he specifically sought permission to “sift him like wheat” as he did with the Prophet Job, but this time, Satan’s access was denied.
His access was denied because this was very serious business. God did not have time to play “temptation” games with Satan again. God sent his son Jesus to earth to die for our sins, so that all who believe in him shall receive the “cross mark” which officially identifies your life as “God’s property.” Jesus protected Peter because Peter was the foundation of his church. He did not pray for Judas because, although Judas was a part of the clan, he was not a part of “the man.” Jesus points this out by saying he picked the 12 and “one of you is the devil” yet the story goes on to say that Jesus even loved him! Yes, Peter was special; a real standout from all the rest which brings me to the point where I believe that he was not given a physical set of keys to the Kingdom as many people believe. Rather, I believe that Peter literally is the key to the kingdom! His name says it all.
In the Sator Square, by tracing all the letters that spell P-E-T-E-R, it will make a target sign directly in the center, completely surrounding the letter N. The keys to the Kingdom are symbolized by the four letter T’s in the Sator Square. These T’s mark the testimony of Jesus dying on the cross to the 4 corners of the earth. The letter T’s at the west, south, and east represents the nails that were placed in his body and the T at the north marks where the sign above his head proclaimed him as the “King of the Jews” in 3 different languages. The church that Jesus is building will be created from a body of believers who truly believe that he is the Christ. The earlier verse from the Book of Ephesians points out that Jesus is the chief cornerstone of the church, but unlike a traditional cornerstone, his mark is not placed on the corners of the Sator Square, but it is on the corner of the word Tao.
Earlier, I said that the word “Tao” which is practiced by Buddhist means the “The Way.” Before Christians were ever called Christians, they were first called followers of “The Way.” The target created by Peter’s name points to the 4 letter T’s, which represents the jumbled word - Tao. So in that sense, Jesus is the chief cornerstone of “the way” to everlasting life from the north, south, east, and west - or the four corners of the earth. Remember, Jesus didn’t pray for the world, but for the “world of believers” at the four corners of the earth. Jesus said, “I am the way, the truth, and the light. No one comes to the Father but by me.” (John 14:6) So, now we can clearly see that the name Peter points the way to Jesus from the 4 letter T’s, which each represents the keys to the Gates of the Kingdom of Heaven, by belief in the testimony of Jesus’ crucifixion.
Hebrew Tav Arabic T
In Hebrew, the equivalent of the letter T is called the Tav, which means the mark. This proves that the Latin letter T, which can also resemble a nail, represents “the mark” of Christ’s testimony on the cross. In Arabic, the alphabetical equivalent to the letter T looks like a smiley face. It’s as though the smile represents Jesus’ and his expression to the world that he willing died for us out of love. The smile also looks exactly like the letter J turned horizontally, symbolic of the first initial of Jesus’ name. But, what about the letter N that is situated at the center of the “Peter” target sign? What does that letter represent? Well, the answer is actually quite simple. If the name Peter points to the four T’s or four keys, which marks the testimony of Christ’s salvation for us on the cross, the letter N must have something to do with - salvation. Right? Well, let’s see what Jesus had to say on the subject of salvation.
As I said before, the word Tao is Buddhist for “the way.” It is actually a Chinese concept for “the way, the path or route” and sometimes more loosely for “doctrine or principle.” If you study Taoism, there is not a physical God that everyone prays to. Buddhist pray to a spiritual, unnamed ruler of the universe. This means they believe in a higher spiritual power, but not a God with a physical presence. I will explain my point on the Tao later, but for now, I just wanted to point out what the word means, and how it plays on what Jesus had to say about salvation.
In John 4:22, Jesus is having a conversation with a woman at a well about her religion and the God she worships. He says to her, “Ye worship that which ye know not; we worship that which we know; FOR SALVATION IS FROM THE JEWS! And there’s our answer! That’s what the letter N represents – the Jews, but how? Well, let’s take a closer look and examine the Hebrew letter N.
On the Sator Square, the letter N is the only letter that has not been duplicated. There is only one letter N out of all the 25 alphabets that make up this palindrome. So instantly, this tells me that the letter N is special which is why it is placed directly in the center. I then begin to search for the Hebrew equivalent of the letter N in the Hebrew alphabet. I found out that this letter is called the Nun and it means fish, kingdom, and heir to the throne! It also means “the souls of Israel are kings and children of kings - heirs to the throne.” Amazing! This proves my point that the letter N represents the Jews as God’s chosen people, heirs to the throne, whom he separated from the rest of the world as his own. The only problem is that this Hebrew letter “Nun” is not written identically to the Latin letter N. But don’t fret, because there is another letter in the Hebrew alphabet that is written the same exact way as the Latin letter N, yet it is not equivalent to the Latin letter N. This letter is called the Mem, which is equivalent to the Latin letter M, but when it is written in cursive form, it is written exactly the same as the Latin letter N.
Hebrew Mem
The Hebrew letter Mem symbolizes “water” which also represents a flowing stream. Did Jesus ever say anything about water? Yes, of course he did! Let’s now return back to the story of Jesus and the woman at the well. In John 4:13-14, he says “Everyone that drinketh of this water shall thirst again; but whosoever drinketh of the water that I shall give him shall become in him a well of water springing up unto eternal life.” This is incredible! This means the Latin letter N on the Sator Square actually symbolizes two Hebrew alphabets – the Nun and the Mem. This is similar to Jesus and his Father as they are two God’s in one, and in relations to the alphabets, you can get two meanings from just one letter.
In summary, the name “Peter” is the target word and the foundation of the Sator Square, which centers and highlights the concealed Hebrew letter N, identifying that salvation is connected to and built around God’s chosen people. Peter’s sun foundation points to the 4 letter “T’s” which are the testimonial keys that points to and unlocks “The Way” to enter the Kingdom of Heaven. The letter N represents two Hebrew letters – Nun and Mem – which symbolizes both fish and water. Jesus trained Peter to be a fisher of men and to tell those men and women he “catch” about the life giving water that only Jesus can give. And that water can only be received by believing in the testimony of Jesus Christ, which symbolizes that “salvation is from the Jews” - God’s chosen people. If you believe this, then you have unlocked what I believe is the primary locking mechanism of the Sator Square. You can now move on to open the next lock!
FISHERS FOR THE
SOULS OF MEN
And I, if I be lifted up from the earth, will draw all men unto me. John 12:32
In this verse, Jesus promises his followers that if he is raised from the dead, he will return to raise up all his fellow believers. On the Sator Square, the letters R-O-P-E makes the infamous “Jesus fish” symbol. Jesus taught his disciples to be “Fishers of Men.” He taught them all the scriptures from Moses and the other prophets, as well as those from himself, so this design symbolizes how the Sator Square is the perfect tool for “fishers” of men. It shows that it is the words spoken from the mouth are the actual rope that will be used when fishing for the souls of men. It also demonstrates that the Sator Square’s sole purpose is to serve as a teaching tool to showcase the Word of God to the others.
The oldest known Sator Square was first discovered on the walls of Pompeii, which was destroyed during a volcano eruption in 79A.D. That places its origins approximately 46 years after Jesus’ death and within 12 to 19 years after the deaths of Peter and Paul. When you think about it, that's really not a long amount of time to completely disqualify the Sator Square as a religious symbol as many historians will have you believe. In fact, it only reassures me even more that the Sator Square is definitely a Christian symbol. The 4 New Testament Gospels record the many signs and blessings Jesus performed inside the homes of many of his followers. The Book of Acts also records how the early church was started inside the homes of their members. Acts 5:42 says “Everyday in the temple complex, and in various homes, they continued teaching and proclaiming the good news that Jesus is the Messiah.” In the books of Romans, Corinthians, Colossians, and Philemon, Paul extends greetings to “the church that meets in their home.” The reason why I said all of that was to emphasize my point that the Early Church began inside the homes of many believers, and the Sator Square was the banner which discreetly identified that these homes were being used as secret meeting places for this brand new body of believers. The bible records where Paul extended a greeting to two future Popes in two of his letters. The first is in 2 Timothy to the second Pope, Pope Linus, and the second is to the third Pope, Pope Clement in the book of Philippians.
I believe that since a Sator Square was found in Pompeii, a Roman province, then this means Christianity found its way to Pompeii. Early Christians congregated inside their followers homes because it was not acceptable to worship Jesus publicly. It was definitely not a safe option either. Christians were regularly being killed for their beliefs so it’s easy to understand why the Sator Square was the perfect “Net” used to catch or attract new Christians, as well as to signal fellow Christians that this home was a safe place to worship and learn of Jesus Christ.
As I’ve said before, I truly believe Jesus Christ personally created the Sator Square. As I will demonstrate throughout this book, and possibly in many more books to come, the Sator Square symbolizes every major story in the bible perfectly. And its design makes it totally in compliance with the Second Commandment which says, “Not to make any graven image, nor any likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth” because the Sator Square is made up entirely from letters. As I have shown, the Jesus fish evolved from the R-O-P-E diagram inside of the Sator Square. I believe people of the early church stopped putting the complete Sator Square design on their homes and just shortened it by drawing only the “Jesus fish” image on their doors.
I have colorfully illustrated many of the designs and symbols in the Sator Square, not so that we can have more images on the bumpers of our cars, but because we no longer need to conceal the true message behind the cross and fish symbols of Christianity. It’s really not about the symbols anyway. Rather, it’s about using these symbols in conjunction with the Word of God that’s spoken from the mouth as a rope so that it can attract and teach the Gospel to others in order to catch more “workers for God.” And best of all, the Sator Square allows every Christian to publicly display their Christianity in the proper manner God originally intended, which is also in complete agreement with the 2nd Commandment. I hope that everyone uses each image that I have unlocked only as teaching tools about Jesus and to spread his glorious message of repentance. After I discovered the beautiful collage of images imbedded inside the Sator Square, I am now mentally able to visualize every image and their separate meanings in my head just from looking at a plain Sator Square. All the images unlocked are tools which will enable believers everywhere to envision them the same way also. And this is why I truly believe that Jesus created the Sator Square. Nonbelievers of Christ absolutely hate the religious symbols of the cross and the Jesus fish, without really knowing what they are and what they represent. But a plain Sator Square is 100% non-offensive to the entire world of nonbelievers. It represents the collective good and evil of this world. I believe that in public, everyone should display a plain Sator Square which does not contain an unlocked image. Those with designs should only be displayed indoors.
Matthew 10:33, Jesus says, “But whosoever shall deny me before men, him will I also deny before my Father who is in heaven.” The Sator Square is ideal for identifying your faith in Christ without coming off as offensive to anyone. To the eyes of the average person, it is just a bunch of letters in a square and nothing more. But to the family of Christian believers, it can represent so much more. It embodies the complete message and spirit of the word of God!
In summary, the letters R-O-P-E creates the “Jesus Fish” symbol, which symbolizes that the mouth is a rope and primary tool used for fishing for the souls of men. The Sator Square was used as a secret symbol to attract new believers as well as to identify the location of the early church. If you believe this, you have just unlocked another lock in the Sator Square. You can now move on to the next lock!
THE KINGDOM OF HEAVEN IS
LIKE A NET CAST IN THE SEA
The Kingdom of Heaven is like unto a net, that was cast into the sea, and gathered of every kind; which, when it was filled, they drew up on the beach; and they sat down and gathered the good into vessels, but the bad they cast away. So shall it be in the end of the world. The angels shall come forth, and sever the wicked from among the righteous, and shall cast them into the furnace of fire. Matthew 13:47-50
Naturally, I love this symbol because it makes the shape of a heart. But what I like most about it is that the heart surrounds the letters A-R-E, which I stated earlier marks those persons that are true believers of the “Father & the Son.” It symbolizes God’s “hedge” of protection which we learned kept people like the Prophet Job protected from Satan. God removed this hedge from around Job only so that Satan would gain access to eventually tempt him. This N-E-T-S heart symbol shows you what God’s hedge of protection - which is the Blood of Jesus - actually looks like around you. It looks like love! In fact, it is love because it is also Jesus’ Sacred Heart. The Sacred Heart of Jesus is predominantly a Catholic Church devotion which uses the physical heart of Jesus as a representation of his divine, long-suffering love for humanity. This heart is often depicted with a cross on top. In the Sator Square, we see that this cross is actually located in the center of the heart.
John 3:16 says that, “For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life.” Those who believe in Christ are placed in the center of Jesus’ Sacred Heart. And if you truly believe in him, then you have his everlasting love to surround you as a “hedge of protection” which enables you to see exactly how you are also loved and protected for an eternal life with the Almighty God.
In the opening verse, Jesus compares Heaven with a net of a fisherman who cast it and gathers sea creatures of every kind. But when the net is spread out on the beach, the fisherman only keeps the ones he desires and throws the undesirables away. The way I see it, in relation to the Sator Square, the fish Jesus keeps are the ones whose souls have his A-R-E mark and are patiently waiting upon the Lord to return and retrieve them. As David says in Psalms 130:6, “My soul waits for the Lord.” These are the people that Jesus desires – those whose hearts are turned up towards heaven, and are patiently awaiting his return. The words N-E-T-S at the bottom of the Sator Square shows the unbelievers who will be caught in Jesus’ nets too, but whose hearts are turned away from God. These are the undesirable souls that he will remove from the net and cast away!
In summary, the letters N-E-T-S creates a heart that represents the kingdom of heaven as a fisherman’s net. It showcases how Jesus’ Sacred Heart provides love and protection to his body of believers. The nets surrounds and protects all those who ARE marked as God’s Property and have their hearts turned up towards heaven. Those who patiently wait upon the return of the Lord will be handpicked on Judgment Day to spend all eternity with him and be branded with his Official “N-E-T-S” Seal which marks them as Property of the Almighty Jesus!
IN REMEMBRANCE
OF THE SIGHT OF GOD
“Here is a message from the one who is holy and true,
the one who holds the key of David.
When he OPENS something, it cannot be closed.
And when he closes something, it cannot be opened.
Revelation 3:7
This verse is very important to all Gentiles like me. Here, Jesus is saying that he has the key to a door in heaven that has now been opened to grant access to me and many others. He announces that this door has now been opened to all Christians who desire entry, but to also acknowledge that there is a time period on how long that door will be opened. At some point, the amount of time it will be opened will expire and the door will be closed and never opened again. THIS MEANS FOREVER! In the Book of Revelation, Jesus is described as the Lamb, and is clearly the only person who is deemed worthy enough to open anything in heaven. He is seen opening doors, pits, and even seals on scrolls. This leads me to believe that the word O-P-E-N memorializes something that has been opened. To the average person, they will say, O-P-E-N just creates another “Jesus Fish” symbol but the Holy Spirit tells me to examine this diagram closer, and that’s when I envision this design similar to a “memorial ribbon” meant to remind us of something very special that was also opened.
In Hebrew, this symbol closely resembles the cursive form of the Hebrew letter Ayin, which represents the Eye of God. This helps me understand the meaning of this symbol more clearly. Maybe this symbol memorializes some type of act that was witnessed before the eyes of God! This leads me to believe that the letters O-P-E-N could only be in reference to a door which was opened in heaven for the Gentiles, and that this act has been memorialized forever in the Sator Square. Please allow me to explain further.
I believe a more definitive answer to this symbol can be found in the Book of Acts, Chapters 10 &11. It starts with a man named Cornelius, who was a God fearing Roman Soldier. He gave generously to those in need and prayed to God regularly. One day he has a vision where an Angel tells him that “his prayers and gifts to the poor have come up as a MEMORIAL BEFORE GOD!” The Angel tells him to send men to Joppa and to find a man named Simon the Tanner, whose house is by the sea. Once there, they are to ask for a man who is staying there named Peter and to bring him back to the home of Cornelius. Now while this plan of action is in motion, Peter is praying on the roof top of his home. As he is praying, he falls into a deep trance and envisions HEAVEN OPENED and something like a large CANVAS SHEET being let down to earth by its FOUR CORNERS. Inside this sheet are all kinds of animals, reptiles, and birds. This act is repeated to him three times and after each time the sheet was lowered, it is quickly DRAWN back up to heaven. As Peter is watching, he hears a voice which commands him to “Rise, Kill and Eat.” Peter knows that this could only be the voice of God speaking to him and tells the Lord, “Surely Not! I have never eaten anything impure or unclean.” But the voice tells him, “Do not call anything impure that God has made clean.” So, while Peter is reflecting over what this vision is saying, the Holy Spirit interrupts his thoughts and informs him that three men are at his home and looking for him. He is to greet them downstairs and to travel with them to the home of Cornelius the Roman Soldier. At that moment, Peter then greets them and identifies himself as “Peter, the one you are looking for.” The men tell him they desperately need him to travel with them to the home of Cornelius, who is a righteous and God-fearing man. They tell him that it was an Angel that requested Cornelius invite Peter to his home. Peter then invites the men inside to stay the night and tells them they will leave for Cornelius’ home the next day. But before Peter actually arrives at his home, Cornelius also invited all his friends and relatives to come and meet the Apostle Peter. When Peter finally arrives to meet him, Cornelius immediately falls to the ground at Peter’s feet in reverence. Peter rebukes him for doing such a thing, saying, “Don’t do that for I am only a man just as you are.” As Peter enters inside the home, he sees this large gathering of people waiting for him and he begins to tell Cornelius about a Jewish customs which says it is unlawful for a Jewish person to associate with a Gentile - even to visit with him in his home. This is obviously a ground breaking moment for Peter, because this is where he officially begins to build the true church that Jesus desires and is now clearly able to understand his vision of the canvas sheet full of animals. He then realizes God is telling him that now is the time for the Jews to form a lasting connection to the rest of the outside world. The rest of the world is no longer considered to be unclean or common. Jesus’ death on the cross was the act that made this possible.
I also believe Zechariah 8:23 actually prophesizes Peter’s visit to Cornelius’ home when it says, “In those days, ten men from all languages and nations will take firm hold of one Jew by the hem of his robe and say, “Let us go with you, because we have heard that God is with you.” Peter’s visit to Cornelius’ home fulfills Zechariah’s prophesy of ten men being connected to one Jew. When Peter arrives at the house, Cornelius falls to his feet, which can also be translated as “to his hem” and “takes firm hold of him.” Cornelius invited Peter to his home because an Angel of God told him that God is with Peter, and if Cornelius wants to be a part of God, he has to accept Peter – who is Jewish - into his home. Cornelius took such a firm hold of Peter that he actually kept him at his home for many days! The bible doesn’t give exact details of how many people are actually inside waiting on Peter’s arrival, but it does say it was a large gathering. Considering the 3 guards that returned with Peter, Cornelius’ immediate family members, as well as his friends, it’s safe to assume that all inside should total ten or more people and properly satisfy Zechariah’s ten men prophesy.
The story goes on to say that once Peter was with everyone inside of the home, he began to preach about how it was clear to him that “God doesn’t show favoritism, but accepts men from every nation who fear him and do what is right.” As Peter is preaching, the Holy Spirit descends upon everyone inside of the home, Jews and Gentiles alike, who began to speak in tongues and praise God! Peter realizes exactly what is happening here and asks, “Can anyone keep these people from being baptized with water? They have received the Holy Spirit just as we have,” so he promptly baptizes all of Cornelius’ family members and friends in the name of Jesus.
I believe Peter remembered what Jesus said to Nicodemus, a ruler of the Jews, who visited Jesus under the cover of darkness, and told him that, “unless someone is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot enter the Kingdom of God.” (John 3:5) Once Cornelius’ family and friends received the Holy Spirit, Peter realized that his primary purpose for being there was not just to preach to them, but to also administer a water baptism so that all men could be afforded an opportunity to enter Heaven and spend eternity with Jesus. He thought, “Who am I to refuse a gift so precious?”
After a few days of visiting, Peter returned to Jerusalem only to discover that the story of what he had done at Cornelius’ house already had spread back to the others in the ministry. The Christian Jews began to directly chastise Peter for going inside the home of a Gentile, as well as offering them the gift of water baptism. But Peter then explained both his and Cornelius’ visions, and reminded the other disciples that Jesus told them that he will someday “baptize others with the Holy Spirit,” so who was he to oppose God after seeing how Jesus’ Holy Spirit came and offered them the same gift of the spirit that they had received. Peter felt that he had no other choice but to administer a water baptism to the Gentiles after witnessing their faith in God and seeing the Holy Spirit descend down upon them just as it had also done to the disciples on the Day of Pentecost. Once Peter was finished with his explanation, all the others in the group no longer had any further objections with his baptismal acts in Joppa, and they all began praising God at that moment because they too had realized that God had granted the repentance of sins to the Gentiles as well. Yes! All people on the face of the earth are now welcomed in the Kingdom of God!
In summary, the letters O-P-E-N is in remembrance of God’s gift of baptism to repentant Gentiles, as well as the Jews, in memorial to the acts and obedience of Cornelius the Roman Soldier. The Hebrew letter Ayin has been memorialized as a ribbon in the Sator Square as God’s Eye which is also opened and focused upon the Gentiles. As Acts 10:31 says, “God has heard your prayers and remembered your gifts to the poor.” Peter’s obedience and bravery for God enabled him to enter inside the home of Cornelius and teach them about Jesus. This act made it possible for the Holy Spirit to descend upon all in the home and it also revealed to Peter that this was now the time to begin baptizing others in the name of Jesus so that they can also have a chance for eternal life. If you are also in agreement with this, then you have unlocked what I believe is the fifth lock of the Sator Square! Quickly move on to the next chapter to review exactly how this was done.
THE SECRET IS REVEALED
“”Are Peter’s Rope Nets Open” is the hidden 5 word question concealed within the Sator Square. These 5 words make up the heart and soul of the entire palindrome. They can either be arranged to ask a question or rearranged to respond positively to the same question that was asked. For example, someone can ask “Are Peter’s rope nets open” and the other person would answer back with “Peter’s rope nets are open.” This is the real code that I believe the Knights Templar were sworn to protect and its also why I believe that the Sator Square is the real Holy Grail! I believe that when Cornelius’ men went searching for Peter, it’s possible that they were able to locate his house because of a Sator Square which may have been placed on the door, on the wall, or on the gate. I envision that when the men saw it, they didn’t call out for Peter, but possibly asked in code, “Are Peter’s Rope Nets Open?” and was given a response back that “Yes, Peter’s Rope Nets Are Open!” Maybe it was not a canvas sheet full of animals that Peter saw in his vision, but was instead a “rope net” full of all of the animals of the Chinese Zodiac. Why the Chinese Zodiac? Well, because the Chinese Zodiac uses 11 types of animals, and not mythical false gods like Aries or Virgo to represent the characteristics of all the people born in the world. And instead of reflecting a new sign each month, the Chinese Zodiac changes annually within a revolving 12 year period. Each year is represented by a real life animal except for the twelfth year, which is the Year of the Dragon! But I believe that just as Jesus told his disciples, “I chose the 12 of you and one of you is the devil,” this 12 year calendar is appropriate to use as an example. The Chinese Zodiac parallels the verse that Jesus says, because of all the 12 months, 11 of them represent people and the twelfth one represents the Devil, so that tells me to take a closer look at the Chinese Zodiac. But before I do that, let’s return back to the story of Cornelius, the Roman soldier.
It is widely known that Roman Soldiers etched the Cross, the Jesus Fish and the Sator Square on the walls of towns they had visited. Legend has it that the Roman Military was so large, that the sun could never set completely on them, similar as it is today with the United States Armed Forces. Acts 10 records how the gift of the Holy Spirit was first given to a Gentile, Cornelius, along with his entire family and friends! It’s very possible that some of his friends and family were also Roman Soldiers. Let’s not also forget that it was Cornelius’ fellow Roman comrades that whipped and crucified Jesus to the cross. They gambled for his clothes, pierced his sides, and gave him vinegar to drink instead of water. And as I mentioned earlier, Peter was not only of a different breed, but he was a very special individual also. This is why Jesus picked him as the guy to construct the foundation of his church. Peter went against Jewish custom and entered the home of a Roman Soldier, boldly preached the Gospel of Jesus, then offered the gift of a water baptism which began the process for all people on earth to receive an opportunity to enter into heaven's gates. Could it be that Peter forgot that Cornelius’ fellow comrades and leaders are of the same military force that crucified Jesus? Of course not, but he also knew he was selected for an important job, and he had to succeed at all cost - even if it meant losing his life! I believe that since he knew he let Jesus down before the Crucifixion, he was not going to let him down again as a result of a little thing called fear.
Peter’s vision of the canvas sheet was really a revelation of God’s canvas sheet which will be lowered on Judgment Day. Peter’s rope nets are a replica of God’s canvas sheet that attracts new believers to Christ. Jesus said to make disciples of all men and Peter’s rope nets is the equipment that should be used by all believers of Christ. The word of God must be spoken boldly to all you come in contact with. It must be presented before all who see you and enter inside of your home. I believe Peter’s vision of the canvas sheet was really filled with animals of the Chinese Zodiac to replicate all the people of the world that will stand before God on Judgment Day. And if you’re ready, I will explain exactly why I believe the animals were of the Chinese Zodiac in the next chapter.
ONE STAR DIFFERS
FROM ANOTHER STAR
There are also celestial bodies and bodies terrestrial, but the glory of the celestial is one, and the glory of the terrestrial is another. There is one glory of the sun, and another glory of the moon, and another glory of the stars, for one star differeth from another star in glory. 1Corinthians 15:40-41
Here is what the Holy Spirit revealed to me about the Chinese Zodiac and how to see the role it plays in Peter’s roof top vision. First, let me state that I don’t believe in horoscopes, but just for the sake of comparisons, I’m using the characteristics the Chinese Zodiac to show what types of animals, or rather people, are in Peter’s canvas sheet. I also selected the Chinese Zodiac over the Western Horoscopes because the Chinese Zodiac cycles are annual, whereas the western horoscopes are monthly. I also believe this analogy will be helpful in knowing exactly what type of animals we are when fighting our daily battles against the devil. In the book, The Art of War, Sun Tzu says that “he who knows his enemy and himself well, will not be defeated easily. He who knows himself, but not his enemy, will have an even chance of victory. He who does not know himself and his enemy, is bound to defeat in all battles.” I’m sure all my readers know themselves well, so let’s use the characters of the Chinese Zodiac to understand ourselves better so that we can defeat our mutual enemy, which is the devil.
RAT An opportunistic creature. Lives and survives off of humans. This essentially makes him a leech. A rat is a dirty rotten scoundrel as well as a pest. These types of characteristics can easily be applied to many humans we know!
OX Oxen are very hard workers. They are usually yoked in pairs, which mean they work well alongside others. They are trained in all their ways from a young age, which is the time Jesus instructs us to “train up a child” about God. They are powerful beasts, yet are usually perceived as clumsy and stupid. They are traditionally led around by others. The Ox is the same animal as the Bull, yet it has been castrated, so it is no longer led by the sexual desires of the flesh. This is why such a powerful, massive beast can be controlled and led around by others. The ox is in Ezekiel’s and John’s visions. I believe this is so because God wants the same behavior from his Christian followers; to be hard workers who are no longer controlled by the desires of the flesh. Since they have been trained to follow others, they must remain strong and loyal to the Lord and not be easily led astray by false teachers. They are fed by the word of God all their lives and must be able to willingly work well alongside others who share their same convictions.
TIGER The Tiger is the largest feline of the cat family. They are territorial and social creatures. They are avid swimmers who are fond of water, unlike the rest in their species. They are not loyal creatures. They will do whatever is necessary for survival. Their body has four colors: white, reddish-orange, and black striped. They are fierce, courageous, and forceful animals. This could be viewed as a backsliding Christian. They have already been baptized so they are not afraid of water. They come in various colors and are willing to do whatever is necessary for survival. They will serve God if that is good for their survival or they will easily resort back to their past life of drugs, or crime if they feel that is what they need to do. They are possessive and selfish, yet love to be among others.
RABBIT Live in groups in meadows, woods, forests, deserts, wetlands, and grasslands. They are prey animals from air and land. Rapid breeders. Soft bodied. Good listeners. Runs away from danger. Not a defender of turf or young. These are perceived as weak individuals. They are not fighters at all. They hear and know the Word of God, yet when its time to defend themselves or the Word, they simply run away. Their faith is fine as long as they’re not under attack and the road is smooth, but when the road gets tough, they are quick to seek cover or flee!
DRAGON The Great Serpent with legs and wings. This is the fallen angel per se. A monster. It can spit out fire and hate from his mouth. A mythical and undefined beast that is fierce and very violent. For my example, this sign represents Satan and his army of followers.
SNAKE This creature eats and swallows its prey in its entirety. It can adjust the size of its mouth and jaws to fit the exact size of his victim. Its tongue is long enough to lick its eyes. It can kill or paralyze with a single bite from its teeth or choke its victim to death with its body. A poisonous snake has enough venom to kill basically anything that crosses his path, yet when something does, if the snake is not hungry, it will usually run away. It conserves its venom wisely. Jesus says to be as wise as snakes. I believe he is saying, don’t fight every person you consider a devil. Only if necessary, use the Word of God to “slay” your demons. This is also relates to what I believe God was telling Peter when he says, “Rise, Eat, Kill”. He knows that you are going to have to slay some of the demons around you with your mouth, and just like a snake, the larger your demon, the more you will have to adjust the size of your mouth (which is your knowledge of the word of God) and use it to swallow up your demons whole! So you have to watch out for snakes, and also learn how to act like snakes whenever necessary.
HORSE The horse is a completely domesticated animal. They are very useful for sport, work, and travel. They look toward humans for all their basic needs. Horses are excellent workers but cannot independently take care of themselves. This quality makes the horse comparison equal to that of the average human being that loves sports, their job and traveling, yet, they are not able to properly care for their personal well being. This may equate to your average slacker. This person has a job, and has all the tools to do what is right, but they won’t put in the time or effort to ensure their own well being. They look toward others for advice to solve all their problems, whether big or small, instead of seeking the answers themselves.
GOATS This is the world’s oldest domesticated animal. It is useful for milk, meat, hair, and skin. They are very curious animals that will eat just about anything. They also like to escape. They are also easier and cheaper to maintain than livestock. This could be deemed as a longtime Christian who has a very low level of faith. They know everything about the Word of God, but can still be easily distracted from the word by evil hearsay and gossip. These can also be Christians that know they should attend church regularly but strays away way too much. This person can be very useful to the church but is unable to stay loyal to the word.
MONKEY This animal closely resembles the human. It even mimics the actions of humans. The monkey also represents the tricks and ugliness in humans. They are very mischievous. This could be a Christian who does not put into practice what they learned in church. When in the company of other church members, they talk and act the way Christians should, but when no one is watching, they act just like nonbelievers.
DOG Dogs are loyal, protective defenders that also work well with others. The dog is similar to an ox when compared to Christianity. They share most of the same characteristics, yet, the only problem, is that “dogs” are too loyal to old tricks or rather, to the old teachings of the bible. They are resistant to the teachings of the New Testament. This behavior resembles the believers of God - the father - who refuse to believe that this same God would ever send his son Jesus to die for the sins of the world. They wholeheartedly believe in the same God as Christians, but won’t accept that Jesus Christ is the Son of God. They are extremely useful for the service of the kingdom, but are more resistant to change.
PIG This is the largest group of animals on the planet. They have many diseases and are harmful to the ecosystem. They are gluttonous, fat, greedy, selfish, and filthy. They are normally eaten or used up by others as prey. They are overindulgent, bad-mannered and messy. This can equate to the worst kind of person on earth. This person does not have a care in the world. They don’t care about the problems of today or tomorrow. They are just here and their attitude is that the world has to just deal with them. They spread diseases, won’t recycle, won’t clean or maintain their own living spaces, and are constant victims of predators. They are easily eaten by predators who trick them into scams, sin, crime, and all their money, as well as their love, and now they are love-depleted angry souls who feel there is nothing else left to give.
ROOSTER They are cocky and vain polygamist animals. They do not protect the eggs of their hens, but will protect the area where the hens are. Sits up high on a fence to watch anyone coming for their hens and will even fight to the death. These are your arrogant wild and cocky souls.
Since we don’t know the exact four legged, feathered, or winged animals that were in Peter’s canvas sheet, I hope using the signs of the Chinese Zodiac as an example helps you visualize the various characteristics of each animal and see how they may fit to your life.
Personally, I feel the perfect choice everyone should strive for is the Ox. It has all the characteristics and qualities that Christ is looking for in his followers, even though it is still vulnerable from an attack from the devil. In fact, all the characters of the Chinese Zodiac are susceptible to an attack from the Devil. But in order to properly defend themselves, each one must do exactly as Sun Tzu says in the Art of War and that’s to “know yourself.” Although each sign is vulnerable, each one can find success against the Devil if they know their faults and weaknesses and devise a plan to win.
Let’s say that your zodiac sign is the rabbit. Then all you would have to do is stop running, and start fighting! Turn to the Lord and pray that he fights your battles for you. A good example of God fighting your battles can be found in the bible with the story of Hezekiah praying in the temple so that he doesn’t have to lift one finger to defeat the mighty King Sennacherib. King Sennacherib of Syria has threatened to take over Jerusalem, and in fact, he has the entire city surrounded. He has said some very awful things about God and Hezekiah decides that enough is enough and he personally goes into the Temple and asks God to help him fight this battle. God is glad he has sought his assistance. He even tells Hezekiah he has heard all that the Sennecherib has said, but not to worry because there is no need to fret. He tells him that Sennacherib’s Army will not set foot in Jerusalem, shoot one arrow or toss one boulder over its walls. God now has the situation completely under control! All his problems will be solved by tomorrow morning. God then sends an Angel of destruction to Jerusalem that slaughters 185,000 of King Sennacherib’s men. The King witnesses all the dead bodies and is so frightened, that he runs away. He retreats to his palace temple to pray to his idol God and is then murdered by his own children – in the very presence of his beloved idol! The Great God of Israel had him killed by his own children and before the presence of his idol god who could not do anything to save him!
A good summary of this story would be, “his kingdom failed him and so did his God.” It probably would’ve been better for him to be killed by the Angel on the battlefield. He would’ve been honored by his fellow people and considered as a war hero who fought with the Great Jehovah, but this shows why his escape was all a part of God’s plan. God allowed him to escape so that he could receive a less than honorable death at the hands of his children. That’s why I love this story! It shows me that if you ask God to fight your battles, he will launch an attack on the enemy that is so fierce that the enemy is unable to withstand, no matter how great and mighty he may seem to be.
So if the Chinese Zodiac says that your sign is a rabbit, become a God-fearing rabbit that’s readily able to call upon the name of the Lord when danger appears. Rabbits are rapid breeders. Depending on how you look at it, that’s a good quality when used for the Lord. Being a rabbit means you can use this gift of speed to your advantage and be a speedy breeder of new Christians and quickly help recruit the many lost souls in the world for Jesus. Another characteristic of the rabbit is that it is able to easily adapt to different environments for survival. If you live in a bad area and you’ve prayed that God moves the bad elements out of the neighborhood – and he doesn’t - then pray that God moves you to a better place. Don’t be afraid of moving because as a rabbit, you’ve been blessed to survive in any environment God moves you to. God uses different tactics for every situation. The tactic he uses is ultimately his choice. Pray that you are able to hear his voice and know exactly what it is that he wants you to do. It’s just as the Lord’s Prayer says, “thy will be done on earth as it is in heaven.” God is in control. Be like Hezekiah and seek God for instructions. Hezekiah was willing to fight if that was what he had to do, but God wanted to show him what HE can do for you when you turn to him.
I hope I gave the best analogy for these descriptions so that it will help everyone envision their animal characteristics before God let’s down his nets from heaven, and draws up every living being on earth to stand before him. Yes! Even the dragon, which is the Devil will be picked up and brought before God. That’s primarily why I used the Chinese Zodiac as an example of my illustrations of what animals were probably in Peter’s rope nets. And on Judgment Day, please be aware that no excuses will be accepted! You will not be able to tell God that you would have had a better chance to be a good Christian if he had allowed you to be born in the Year of the Ox, because there is one more thing I forgot to tell you about the Chinese Zodiac. And that is, unlike the Western Horoscope, no one is ever stuck on their Zodiac symbol for life. Yes, EVERYONE’S zodiac sign changes every month, every day, and every hour!
In fact, animal signs assigned by birth month are called your inner animals. Those by day are called your true animals and those by the hours are called your secret animals. So, while a person might be considered a Dragon because they were born in the year of the Dragon, they can also be an Ox truly and a Pig secretively. The Chinese Zodiac is used to determine how the public perceives a person, as well as how the person perceives themselves to be. And this is important as it relates to Christianity because a person can put on the shell of a Christian on the outside, yet be the biggest sinner on the inside when they are away from the eyes of the church. This means that a person may be able to fool his fellow church members about who they are, and even able to fool themselves into believing that they are really a follower of Christ. But remember, God knows “who are his!”
If I had my choice, I believe I would rather be an ox all day. It is the perfect beast to represent a follower of Christ because it is useful for many tasks and functions. So its no wonder why it was chosen as the animal of choice for sacrificial offerings among the Jews. The bible has many examples of using the actions of animals to explain many points. In 1 Corithinthians 9:9-10, Paul quotes one of the laws of Moses that says not to muzzle an ox while it treads out grain. He then asks the people, “Is God really concerned with oxen? Or isn’t he really saying it for us? And that’s exactly why I used the Chinese Zodiac as an example to better translate Peter’s vision on the roof. The animals in Peter’s nets were used to represent all the people of the world - including the Devil. So I hope you find your animal and the animals of all your acquaintances too so that you may know who you are and who you may have to fight. In the words of Tao Te Ching, “knowing others is intelligence; knowing yourself is true wisdom. Mastering others is strength; mastering yourself is true power. If you realize that you have enough, you are truly rich.”
THE ACCEPTABLE
YEAR OF THE LORD
If anyone is ashamed of me and my message in these adulterous and sinful days, the Son of Man will be ashamed of that person when he returns in the glory of his Father with the holy angels.”
Mark 8:38 (NLT)
I believe Jesus purposefully selected the time we are presently in as the “Net Era” which is short for the Internet Era, as the time when Peter’s Nets are to be fully opened and released. The Net Era is the perfect generation to effectively spread the complete message of the gospel of Jesus because of the internet. I think that this generation is quite possibly at the point in Revelation 7:1-3 where the Sixth Seal has been broken and John sees “4 angels at the four corners of the earth, restraining the four winds of the earth so that no wind could blow on the earth or on the sea or on any tree. Then I saw another angel, who had the seal of the living God rise up from the east. He cried out in a loud voice to the four angels who were empowered to harm the earth and the sea; “Don’t harm the earth, or the sea, or the trees until we seal the slaves of our God on their foreheads.” I believe that the four winds are not weather related entities, but are the unseen demonic forces that are able to move at will around the earth and harm anything it desires. Their free range will now become restricted to those who do not have the “Seal of God” on their foreheads. I believe this “seal on their foreheads” is the knowledge of the Sator Square inside of their minds. Jesus says in John 6:27, “Don’t work for the food that perishes but for the food that lasts for eternal life, which the Son of Man will give you, because God the Father has set his Seal Of Approval on Him.” When they ask, “What can we do to perform the works of God?" he tells them, “This is the work of God – that you BELIEVE in the One He has sent.” The Sator Square embodies the words and the testimony of Jesus’ death on the cross. It visibly serves as a seal of approval from God. Jesus also states in Matthew 10:33 that whoever denies me before men, I will also deny him before my father in heaven. In verse 38, he goes even further by saying, “whoever does not take up his cross and follow me is not worthy of me.”
The Sator Square was created to show the world the union of the Father and the Son. It also establishes that Jesus was here from the beginning of creation, just as he says. The Net Era is the primary generation that Jesus came to save:
But know this: Difficult times will come in the last days. For people will be lovers of self, lovers of money, boastful, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, ungrateful, unholy, unloving, irreconcilable, slanderers, without self-control, brutal, without lover for what is good, traitors, reckless, conceited, lovers of pleasure rather than lovers of God, holding to the form of godliness but denying its power. Avoid these people! 2 Timothy 3:1-5
And also avoid these television shows and social networks. Even avoid these magazines! The Net Era is meant to expose every generation that ever existed. The internet has made it easy to watch television shows, communicate world wide, and read every major magazine ever created. Even old and past articles. The internet is very useful, but it can also be very harmful to you and those you love. Are Peter’s Rope Nets Open? If they aren’t open, then the Net Generation is the perfect time to open them and spread the word of God to others because everything spoken of in 2 Timothy 3 speaks directly to the life and times of this generation. Those that are lost need those that are found more than ever before. It’s time Christians began to share love to the unloved and spread the gospel of Jesus to those that need it most.
The Net Era is visible on the Sator Square in the north, south, east, and western directions. But in reverse, Net Era also says Are Ten. Are Ten? This reminds me of Abram’s plea to God to spare Sodom & Gomorrah if only 10 righteous souls are found. As the story goes, there were only 4 righteous souls found in the city. On the Sator Square, I believe this story is also memorialized specifically to the Net Era to ask themselves daily if there “Are Ten” righteous souls in their inner circle that could save the world from annihilation. If you were put in the same position as Lot was, can you honestly say that there “Are Ten” people within your inner circle that you could call upon in order for the Lord to save the world. If not, then I believe we all have a lot of work to do.
From the image above, I show how a bulls eye is created around the letter N. The numerical value of the letter N is 50. When Abram asked God to spare Sodom, he prayed that God would spare the city if 50 souls were found, so a circle is placed around the letter N. He eventually prayed down that request to 10 souls, so a line is formed over each “ten” that God subtracts from the number 50, but as the diagram shows, it still kept Sodom in God’s sight for destruction.
GOD’S RIBBON IN THE SKY
I do set my bow in the cloud, and it shall be for a token of a covenant between me and the earth. Genesis 9:11
But as the days of Noe were, so shall also the coming of the Son of man be. For as in the days that were before the flood they were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, until the day that Noe entered into the ark, and knew not until the flood came, and took them all away; so shall also the coming of the Son of man be. Matthew 24:38
God’s bow in the sky has been permanently memorialized in the Sator Square by tracing the letters of Noah’s name in Hebrew as “N-O-E.” It does not create a traditional rainbow as we see on earth, but rather a rainbow that resembles the number 8 and the infinity symbol, which represents a lasting and permanent reminder of God’s infinite covenant to the 8 souls on Noah’s Ark that he would never destroy the earth again by water.
It’s ironic that the story of God’s promise to Moses is also recorded in the 8th Chapter of the Book of Genesis. It’s as though God left a trinity of visible reminders that show that his promise to those eight souls on the ark still exists today for us in the sky, in the bible, and in the Sator Square. Yes! By unlocking Noah’s Hebrew name in the Sator Square, God’s promise to him and the rest of the world is now available for us to see, hear and be touched by all.
FIVE WORDS
WITH UNDERSTANDING
In the church, I would rather speak five words with my understanding, in order to teach others also, than 10,000 words in another language. 1 Corinthians 14:19
This quote is very peculiar. Paul is stating how he would rather speak 5 words people can understand instead of 10,000 words they don’t understand. But don’t you think the choice of numbers he chooses a bit strange? The Sator Square is created from 5 Latin words; Sator, Arepo, Tenet, Opera, and Rotas. Now, notice how the word ten points out in four different directions – north, south, east, and west – centered around the one letter N in the middle of the palindrome. Simple arithmetic then tells me that when you multiply 10 x 10 x 10 x 10, it equals 10,000. Apply each “ten” to the north, south, east and west directions and this could represent 10,000 words in multiple languages all around the world! It is as though this verse is referring directly to the Sator Square, and the 5 words Paul refers to are the 5 hidden words which ask, “Are Peter’s Rope Nets Open?” to the four corners of the world.
As I’ve pointed out earlier, if you understand the true meaning of this five worded question, then everyone who knows them can respond in kind that they are aware of Peter’s Rope Nets, and can openly respond that they are also workers for Christ. Their response that “Peter’s Rope Nets Are Open” means they are also building a life that’s geared towards heaven and are now disciples of Christ who can easily teach those “5 words with understanding” to those who are unbelievers.
Paul goes on to say in verse 22-25 that “speaking in other languages is intended as a SIGN, not for believers, but for unbelievers. Prophesy is not for unbelievers but for believers.” He goes on to say that if an unbeliever walks into a church and everyone is speaking in foreign languages, the unbeliever will be turned away and think that everyone in the church is out of their minds. “But if all are prophesying, and the unbeliever sees this, he will be convicted by all that he sees and hears and know that the secrets of his heart have been revealed, and as a result, he will fall FACEDOWN and worship God, proclaiming, God is really among you.” He’s essentially saying that it’s not just about what you hear or what you see. It’s about the combination of what you hear AND see. Like he says in Roman 10:17, “Faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the Word of God.”
Let me delve a little more into that last statement. The Prophet Isaiah prophesied to the House of David that a Virgin will conceive, have a son, and his name will be Immanuel (Isaiah 7:14). Immanuel means “God with Us” and Jesus’ birth fulfilled this prophesy. Looking at Zechariah 8:23 which says “ten men shall take hold out of all languages of the nations, and take hold of the skirt of him that is a Jew, saying, we will go with you, for we have heard that God is with you.” This “ten men” prophesy of Zechariah is also in line with the 10,000 words prophesy of Paul’s in relation to the Sator Square. Paul and Zechariah are each saying through their prophesies that men will fall facedown to the ground and “TENET” which is “take hold” of one of us, and worship God because he has heard that you have Immanuel! To have Immanuel means that you not only have God the Father, but Jesus, the Son of God also!
In other words, since Jesus, the Son Of God, was born into the House of David, then God is with the House of David. Unbelievers from the 4 corners of the world will take firm hold (TENET) of a believer of Christ and worship with them after seeing that all who are the property of God and Christ ARE marked for eternal life in heaven. All are a part of PETER’S construction crew and are working together to build up the true Church Of Jesus Christ, and will use the primary tool for Fisher’s of Men, which is the spoken Word of God from their mouth, as a ROPE and teach others about Jesus Christ, so that they may also receive protection inside of God’s safety NETS, which is the blood of Jesus Christ which was sacrificed and shed for us all. They will then hear and learn of God’s OPEN door that is opened to all repentant believers and grants them access to an everlasting life in heaven. Amen.
EZEKIEL’S WHEEL &
ELISHA’S DOUBLE PORTION BLESSING
The heavens opened and I saw visions of God. The word of the Lord came directly to Ezekiel the priest, the son of Buzi, in the land of the Chaldeans by the Chebar Canal. And the Lord’s hand was on him there. Ezekiel 1:1 & 1:3
I used the story of Ezekiel’s vision of a wheel within a wheel as an instruction manual for unlocking the 8 hidden alphabets inside the Sator Square. In his vision, Ezekiel says he sees a wheel revolving within a wheel. Things are spinning one way, and things are spinning another way, and out of the midst of it all came the likeness of 4 living creatures – a man, an ox, an eagle, and a lion. The spirit of the living creatures are within the wheels. Then he sees the appearance of a man upon it, and the appearance of the bow that is in the cloud after it rains - “this is the appearance of the likeness of the glory of the Lord.” From this information, I believe the vision Ezekiel actually saw was a live action version of the Sator Square!
Ezekiel’s vision of a wheel within a wheel relates directly to the Sator Square. The outside borders contain the words sator and rotas which rotate continually. The word rotas actually means wheel in Latin, so the word sator is just the same word rotas going in a reverse direction! Ezekiel 1:9 says “their wings were joined one to another; they turned not when they went; they went every one straightforward. To me, the words SATOR ROTAS represents the connecting wings of the 4 living creatures in the vision. Each word has its own position and does not turn, but goes straight forward in its own direction. The remaining 3 words inside the square are individual letters, or wheels, which can be spun around to create 8 more additional letters. These letters are actually unnoticed at first sight, but when spun around, they can double the total of letters inside the square, plus create 4 numerical numbers
In Ezekiel’s vision, God allowed him to see the world the same way that he sees it. Within the center, he sees 4 figures that look like men except, they have the face of an ox and a lion on the sides, the face of a man in the front and the face of an eagle on the rear. Each of the four beings has 2 wings that are all connected. This represents the complete holy image of man from the four corners of the earth as one complete entity, the way God sees those fit for his kingdom. Everyone chosen to enter God’s Kingdom must carry the image of Christ (the appearance of the man at the center), as well as the characteristics of each the four living beings that surrounds the throne!
The four living beings represent the combined characteristics of God’s glory from his people. The ox represents his body of workers that are strong and are at work from sun up to sun down. They work well with others and can take orders and follow every commandment from their master. An ox is actually a bull, but it is a bull that has been castrated. A bull that has not been castrated is a wild, uncontrollable beast. An ox is the exact same beast, but its once uncontrollable sexual desires are now fully under control after being castrated. It is castration that makes a bull become an ox, but female cows can also be trained to perform like an ox as well. This means that becoming an ox is not limited only to the male species. Becoming an ox represents change that is made physically and mentally, just as being a Christian represents a repentant sinner’s changed appearance on the inside and on the outside.
The lion in the vision represents a spiritual presence that is able to enter the room before it is seen. In the jungle, the roar of a lion can be heard as far as 5 miles away! You don’t need to see the lion to know that one is within a 5 mile radius of your location. This represents the Christian congregation that Christ desires. One that is able to cast a righteous spirit in the room before any one steps foot inside. By way of the Trinity, Christ is able to use the Holy Spirit as his roar! You don’t need to see him, but you can feel that his presence is there to comfort you wherever you may be.
The vision of the eagle represents God’s people who can rise above and overcome all challenges. They are able to soar to greater heights and not allow low-level obstacles to obstruct its path. The eagle symbolizes God’s people as “being in the world, but not conforming to it.” The eagle is the only bird that can sustain flight at high altitudes without any difficulties. Plus, even at those altitudes, an eagle is still not so far away that it cannot see the activity down below on the ground. This is how God’s vision works and how he expects his servants vision to work also. No matter how high up one may be, he must still be able to see his fellow Christians who are below him that may be in desperate need of assistance. Even though God sits on his heavenly throne, he can still see every activity taking place down below on the earth.
As I am writing this, the Holy Spirit tells me to revisit the story of Daniel in the Lion’s Den, as well as the story of his friends, Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego. In Daniel’s story, we see evidence where Daniel embodies one of the spirits of the living beings in Ezekiel’s vision. Daniel is thrown into a den of hungry Lions, but is not harmed. I feel that is because Daniel is not conformed to the level of the Lions. Physically, he is in the room with the lions, but spiritually, he is high above in the sky. That is because he has spiritually become an eagle in the room. He is not focused on the present dangers surrounding him. He believes his God has made him as safe as an eagle that is high above the lions on the ground. In the jungle, a lion won’t ever attempt to attack an eagle that is miles above his head. He may wait for the eagle to come down to his level and try to launch an attack then, but as long as the eagle remains above him, and on a different level, he cannot and will not ever be able to attack it. In fact, he won’t even try to! And Daniel is fully aware of this.
If Daniel were to look at the situation the same way as people conformed to the world would look at it, then he would’ve sunk to the level of the lions and would have to fight them head-to-head or assume a defensive position to ward off an attack from the hungry pack. But Daniel, a God-fearing man assumed the mental courageousness of a lion and the spiritual abilities of an eagle and still pressed forward, continually praising God with his hands still on the plow, as though he was an ox plowing in the field - slow and steady. He is a prayer warrior that can’t be stopped! Even though the field he is plowing is not on the same level as the world, he is plowing where no other bird or animal can get to. He is courageously plowing in the air at a level only an eagle can attain! That’s utilizing the spirit of all four images at once.
In the story of his 3 friends, the same thing is happening. All three are thrown into a fire 7 times hotter than normal, yet they do not burn. The guards who led them to what is supposed to be their fiery death are instantly killed by the intense heat outside of the furnace. The King, who was watching this as it happens, leaps to his feet in amazement and peeps in the furnace and immediately notices not just the three, but 4 men are now walking around in the flames! He notices that the 4th person is different from the other three. He looks like the son of God! The King tells the three he ordered into the flames to, “Come out! Come here!” They oblige his orders and the King and all his men realize the fire did not harm them or their clothing. They didn’t even have the smell of fire on them. The King then realizes these 3 serve a God mightier than his God! He instantly changes his religion and decrees that all the people in his Kingdom must serve the God of Shadrach, Meshach, and Abednego, and that if anyone even says one negative word about the God of these men, he would, “cut them into pieces and destroy their very homes into piles of rubble!
The Holy Spirit reveals to me that through these 2 stories, combined with Ezekiel’s Vision, we are now able to envision the world “as God sees it.” That’s why when dealing with Moses, God had him come up to his Holy Mountain to meet with him. He brought him up (as an eagle) to work on a level (like an ox) where he was. He courageously (as a lion) met with God like no one else had ever done and when he came down the mountain, his face shined so bright (like Jesus) that no one could look directly at him. This means that Moses also embodied the spirit of the 4 living beings contained within Ezekiel’s vision. The 2 stories of Daniel and his friends represent the successful strategies of the average Christian living in the world that God wants them to save. In Colossians 3:2, Apostle Paul tells us;
“Since, you have been raised with Christ, set your minds on the things that are above, where Christ is, seated on the right hand of God. Set your mind on the things that are above, not on the things that are upon the earth.”
The story of Daniel in the lions den represents the complete body of the church at the spiritual level he wants all his Christians to live on which is the same level that he wants the rest of the world to rise up to. The lions in the story represent the devil and his army, ready to devour Gods people. They are hungry, ready, willing and able to harm all those who live life on their level, but they are completely harmless to the Christian believer whose mind, body, and soul are completely committed to the Lord.
The story of the three friends is also a story of the church body. It represents the level our faith must be on at this time. Even though we have to spend the rest of our lives on earth along with the rest of the world, we have been given the gift of the Holy Spirit from the “Son of God” which protects us from ravenous wolves and lions, as well as the fiery flames of this world.
Elisha’s Double Portion Blessing
Elijah took his mantle, rolled it up, and struck the waters, which parted to the right and left. Then the two of them crossed over on dry ground. After they had crossed over, Elijah said to Elisha, “Tell me what I can do for you before I am taken from you.” So Elisha answered, “Please, let me inherit two shares of your spirit.” 2 Kings 2:9
In the Sator Square, the dry ground which Elijah struck with the mantle is the letters T-E-N-E-T. This can be designed from either the south to north or the east to west [TENET] directions to show how they crossed over the water. On one side are the words SATOR AREPO and on the other side are the words OPERA ROTAS. This represents the parted waters that Elijah and Elisha crossed through. When Elisha crosses over and witnesses Elijah’s ascension up to heaven, he picks up Elijah’s mantle, strikes the waters and returns back to the other side. I used the spirit of this event and applied it to the Sator Square and received a double portion of letters to further prophesy by.
I discovered that the letter E creates the letters M, W, and the number 3.
The capital letter T can be reduced to a lower case letter t, which can be spun around to create a lower case letter f.
The Letter N can be turned to create the letter Z. This same letter N can also be changed to a lower case n, which when spun around, creates the lower case letter u.
The letter P can be changed to a lower case p, which when spun around, can create the letters, b, d, and q.
The lower case p also can be spun around to create the numbers six and nine.
The letter O creates the number zero, and when stacked upon each other, they can create the number eight.
SATOR AREPO also conceals the words -ROD& STAFF – which relates directly to David’s 23rd Psalm.
By using this “Double Portion” blessing method, you can now create 8 additional letters from the original 8, which I believe is a permanent reminder of the Prophet Elisha receiving a double portion blessing from the Prophet Elijah. Elijah was able to grant Elisha his request by saying, “If you see me when I am taken from you, you will get your desire.” I received a double portion of letters because of my desire to reveal more hidden messages from the Sator Square. To do so, I knew that I would need more letters. It was as though God was telling me, “If you can see all the letters and visions created thus far from the original 8 letters, then you can use the story of Elisha as inspiration to create 8 more additional letters!”
By combining the two stories of Ezekiel and Elisha, I was able to unlock over 100 more visions from my original number and receive the equivalent of a 10-fold increase of concealed messages and images from within the Sator Square. I will not be able to reveal all of them in this book, but God willing, I will release them all in any future or special revised editions of this book.
They that wait upon the Lord shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint. Isaiah 40:31
This scripture is the official summary of the 4 living beings in Ezekiel’s vision in a nutshell. The Prophet Isaiah gives many clues to its identity by saying that they will mount up with wings as eagles. Clearly he is talking about the eagle of Ezekiel’s vision. He hints on the second image of the vision when he says “they will run and not be weary.” This is the lion of the vision. The average lion sleeps at least 20 hours a day to conserve its energy. That means that the lion is only awake for at least 4 hours a day. But Isaiah prophesies that these lions of God will never get tired. They will now be able to run at all hours of the day without rest. The last line which describes that they will “walk and not get weary” is the clue that this is about an ox. An ox is capable to work all day without getting tired. Together, Isaiah’s prophecy and Ezekiel’s vision defines the true spirit of the church of Jesus Christ.
The words SATOR AREPO actually concealthe words ROD & STAFF. The letter p becomes a d, and the letter t converts to the letter f. The word “and” is in it shortened form as the letter E with a horizontal line down the center like so - &. From this group of words SATOR AREPO and OPERA ROTAS, the waters Elijah and Elisha crosses over and the Valley of the Shadow of Death that King David walks through, both were comforted by God’s concealed Rod and Staff which comforts us when we feel we are in danger. Today, we know that the Holy Spirit is the comforter which was symbolized in these two Old Testament stories as God’s Rod and Staff. And it is from this design that I was inspired to put those words on the cover of this book. This is my first book and biggest single achievement I have ever done and I was comforted to write all that I have said and will say in this book from the Holy Spirit. I felt the cover was the best place possible to showcase God’s Rod and Staff of the Sator Square.
THE GATES OF HEAVEN
“And the gates of the city shall be after the names of the tribes of Israel: three gates northward; one gate of Reuben, one gate of Judah, and one gate of Levi. And at the east side three gates; and one gate of Joseph, one gate of Benjamin, one gate of Dan. And at the south side, three gates; one gate of Simeon, one gate of Issachar, one gate of Zebulun. At the west side, three gates; one gate of Gad, one gate of Asher, one gate of Naphtali. And the name of the city from that day shall be, The Lord Is There. Ezekiel 48:31-35
The Official Blue Prints of The Gates Of Heaven
Reveal the design of the temple to them – its layout with its exits and entrances – its complete design along with all its statutes, design specifications, and laws. Ezekiel 43:11
By using what I’ve termed as the Ezekiel’s Wheel Method from the previous chapter, I was able to rotate the letter E’s of the north, south, east, and west positions to create twelve entry points which represent the twelve gates that lead into the New City. These gates, or letter E’s, lead the way to the center letter N. This is when I noticed just how special the letter N is on the Sator Square. It shows God’s position on here, as well as in the world. It is as though Ezekiel gave us the first clue as to where to find the Kingdom of God on the Sator Square when he ends the entire chapter by saying “The Lord Is There.” The Lord is there and everywhere a Sator Square is placed or drawn on. God’s kingdom is with men and the Sator Square symbolizes everywhere that he resides. The Sator Square contains the hidden blueprints and the location of the New City and I will prove it.
After realizing that the 12 gates are named after the 12 tribes, I noticed that Ezekiel didn’t just say all gates will be randomly named after each tribe but he goes on to show their exact placements in the New City. I then realized that, in order to understand why each tribe was placed at a certain gate within the kingdom, I would have to start from the beginning and see how each tribe first got its name. And that’s when I could see the real reason why each tribe has been positioned at each precise location within the kingdom.
In order to do this, I started in the Book of Genesis to the births of each son and took the original meanings of each child’s name and combined it with the actual act or reason which inspired their mothers to give them their names. This ultimately created synonyms of their names which I felt best symbolizes what each gate means to the world and the specific purpose each location serves. Some names are listed exactly as their meaning in the bible, and some I used a thesaurus to get a better alternate reference of the name. Here is my list of names and the interpretations that I developed that properly identifies the hidden meaning of each gate:
The twelve tribe originated from the twelve sons of Jacob, who was later renamed Israel. The twelve boys were born of one father between 4 mothers. Two were his wives and the other two were their handmaidens. I noticed that the bible carefully mentions that it was only the wives who actually named each child that she or her handmaiden gave birth to, even explaining the circumstances surrounding why the name was given to each child. The bible also noted that before Israel died, he gave some of his children blessings and some he cursed. The spirit told me to look at both situations and see it from God’s perspective. I realized the fact that some were blessed by their father and some were cursed based upon the lives led by each individual. This led me back to the beginning after seeing how it is the meaning of their names, and not how they lived out their lives which will identify the entrances of each of the Gates of Heaven. So now, let me identify each gate and explain why each was placed in their respective positions.
Reuben was the first son and his name means forsaken or hopeful. His mother Leah gave him this name because she felt God saw she was hated and saw her affliction. Simeon is the second son and his name means unloved or neglected. His mother Leah gave him this name because God had heard that she was hated and blessed her with a child. Levi is the third son and his name means devoted or dedicated. His mother Leah gave him this name because she felt this child would strengthen her marriage and bring her and husband closer together. Judah is the fourth son and his name means thankful or appreciative. His mother Leah gave him this name because God blessed her with a fourth son and she vowed to honor him with praises. Dan is the fifth son and his name means vindicated or acquitted. His birth mother was Bilhah, who bore a child for her mistress Rachel because she could not bare children. Rachel gave the child this name because she felt God has judged her and even though her womb was barren, felt she was worthy to have a son through her maidservant. Naphtali is the sixth son and his name means over comer or winner. His birth mother Bilhah conceived a second child for her mistress Rachel after she wrestled with her sister for Abraham’s attention and prevailed. Gad is the seventh son and his name means fortunate or successful. His birth mother Zilpah was Leah’s handmaiden. Leah could no longer bare children so she named her son in honor of being fortunate that God allowed her to give Abraham another son by her handmaiden. Asher is the eight son and his name means blessed or satisfied. His birth mother was also Zilpah and he was named by her mistress Leah who was very happy that she and her handmaiden Zilpah were able to give Abraham 6 children. Issachar is the ninth son and his name means redeemed or charitable. His mother Leah gave him this name because she felt redeemed by God to once again bear a 5th son from her womb for her husband as a result of her gift offering of mandrakes to her sister Rachel. Zebulon is the tenth son and his name means highly favored or honored. His mother Leah gave him this name because she felt favored from God, because even though she felt hated and unloved by her husband, she knew she was highly favored by God to give her husband eight children by her and her mistress’s womb. Eight is number highly favored by God and the Jewish religion. Joseph is the eleventh son and his name means grateful or pardoned. His mother Rachel gave him this name because she finally gave Jacob a child from her womb after witnessing 3 other women bare children for him. She felt her shame of being barren was finally removed. Benjamin is the twelfth son and his mother named him Ben-oni, child of my sorrow, but his father Israel stepped in and renamed him Benjamin which means son of my right hand. Seeing how Israel stepped in and changed his name, I believe his name represents being converted or restored. This is the only child of the twelve that was named by Isaac because he did not agree with the name and what it stood for. His mother named him child of my sorrow and died but Isaac named him son of my right hand. To me, his name means converted or restored from a dark destiny to a bright future.
Now this is the list in numerical order, here is the list by their directional positioning:
North: Hopeful/Thankful/Devoted
South: Unloved/Redeemed/Highly Favored
East: Grateful/Restored/Vindicated
West: Fortunate/Blessed/Conqueror
And this is my consolidated list which summarizes the directional entrance of the three gates:
North: Loyal servants
South: Treasured servants
East: Beloved servants
West: Triumphant servants
Now I am able to create a better understanding of why each son was given the name he was given, and then assigned to a specific entrance to the kingdom by the Prophet Ezekiel. This shows that God had been planning to build a true Temple on earth which extends directly to heaven for his chosen people and the rest of the world. Please, allow me to explain further.
The loyal servants gate is so-called because if one is hopeful of being blessed, he remains loyal and waits on the Lord. If he is thankful, his allegiance is to the Lord and he remains loyal to the Lord. If one is devoted to God, then he is loyal to the Lord. Each entrance is different, but they share one thing in common – loyalty. If they remain loyal, then they will overcome and gain entrance into the kingdom.
The beloved servants gate is so-called because if one feels God’s love in a special way, he is beloved. If he is grateful for his life and all that he has, no matter how little or great, he is God’s beloved. If God has restored him from a future that was headed for destruction, that person is God’s beloved. If a person feels that God has vindicated him from his enemies or oppressors, then he too is God’s beloved. If God has shown his love to you in a very special way, then you are beloved by him and the East Gate will be your entrance into the kingdom.
The Triumphant Servants Gate is so-called because these are people that feel they are victorious just by being been granted access into heaven. If you feel that you are not the greatest Christian, but are fortunate enough that God has consistently given you food to eat and clothes on your back, then this entrance is for you. If you have been blessed all your days and realized that God has blessed you with everything you’ve ever received in life, then this is your entrance too. If you have had to fight off demons and haters in your life and feel victorious that you are still here, still fighting, then you are a conqueror and the East Gate is your gate to enter into heaven also.
Now, the Southern Gate is my favorite gate. And I’ll tell you why. It is the Treasured Servants gate. If you feel unloved, but know in your heart that God loves you, then you are treasured and the South gate is your gate into the New City. If you feel you are not worthy of God’s love but realize that he loves you anyway, then you are treasured and this is your gate to enter into heaven. If you are highly favored by man and God, then you are truly treasured and the South gate is your gate to enter also.
Now let me give you the main reason why I love this gate. I love it because it shows those that feel that they are not loved at all on up to those whose love cup runneth over. It shows that they are all permitted to enter into the kingdom from the same direction – no favoritism. This means that Little Miss Sally Walker who has always felt unloved and has even contemplated suicide, but still believes in God and trusts in his word, can enter into the kingdom from the same direction as, let’s say, Dr. Martin Luther King, or many of the famous prophets in the bible! This entrance gives the true meaning to the verse that “they are all precious in his sight” because they will all enter into the kingdom from the same side. Ezekiel 40:44-46 gave a clue about this entrance when he said that outside the inner gate, within the inner court, the chamber near the south entrance is for the “priest who keep charge for the temple." This special chamber is close near the entrance where Priest will enter into the city.
Revelation 22:14 says, “Blessed are they that wash their robes, that they may have the right to come to the tree of life, and may enter in by the gates into the city.” This describes what types of people are allowed to enter and verse 15 tells us what type of people are not allowed to enter; “dogs, sorcerers, whoremongers, murderers, idolaters, and liars.”
Reveal the design of the temple to them – its layout with its exits and entrances – its complete design along with all its statutes, design specifications, and laws. Write it down in their sight so that they may observe its complete design and all its statutes and may carry them out. Ezekiel 43:11
Now, since I’ve explained the entrances to the temple, now I must explain the exits out of the temple. Ezekiel 46:9 explains that no one must exit out of the temple through the gate by which he entered. They must go out by the opposite gate. Those that entered by the north gate must exit by south, and those that enter by the south must exit by the north gate. Same thing applies to the east and west gates. This means that when you enter the temple, you will be changed by your experience inside the temple when you leave. This tells me that not only is this a blueprint to the temple in Jerusalem, but this is also the designs of the temple in heaven. The designs of this temple are created inside of our minds where it can never be destroyed like the last two temples. Haggai 2:9 promised that “the final glory of this house will be greater than the first.” He stated this verse during the rebuilding of the second temple, but I believe the same thing applies to the third. It was like God was training the Jews the same way one teaches a child to ride a bike with training wheels. First the bike starts with two training wheels, then one wheel is removed, then finally the remaining wheel is removed and the person rides along under his own power.
Luke 20:40 mentions that during a visit to the second temple, the disciples were commenting to Jesus about how beautiful this temple was but Jesus was not impressed. That’s because he knew that real temple that would best glorify God was the temple of the body. The Tent of Meeting and the 1st and 2nd Temples are just training wheels to get us to recognize that our holy lives are the real temples that God desires to reside inside of. With his death, we can now spiritually enter in through the gates and come past the veil before the throne of Grace and present our own sacrifices to the Lord. We don’t have to travel for days as they did in the past, but can now enter into the presence of the Lord from any location and present our own sacrifices directly to him on the altar. We can enter inside multiple times a day, and not just once a year on the Day of Atonement as was done in the past.
The reason Jesus was not impressed with a temple made by human hands was because his original designs for us to worship him with our bodies were already drawn up. According to his blueprints, if we enter in prayer before him by the south gate as someone who is unloved, when our prayer is over, we will leave out by the northern exits as either hopeful, thankful, and devoted to him. Or if we enter by way of the west’s Blessed Gate, then we shall exit as grateful, vindicated, or restored. This applies to all entrances. The temple of the human body is grander than any structure built by human hands. God made the body from the dust of the earth. I recently saw a show hosted by Donald Trump called “What’s America Worth?” and it stated that each American citizen’s monetary value is worth $46 million dollars! That means each human body, which represents one living stone of God’s heavenly temple, is worth $46 million dollars! Now apply the value of that one stone or one person with a 20,000 person membership of a mega church and the monetary value of God’s temple is off the chart! Now imagine the cost of God’s temple constructed of $46 million a piece stones applied to Jesus’ glorious plan for a world of believers and this number is incalculable! More than any building ever built or dreamed of to honor God. This is why Jesus was not impressed with a temple of cold, life-less stones compared to a church of living stones! The Temple of God represents a world of believers with a value only God can calculate.
THE WALLS OF THE
KINGDOM OF HEAVEN
Repent, for the Kingdom of Heaven is at hand. Matthew 4:17
John the Baptist first preached this verse in the wilderness, and then it was later preached by Jesus Christ after he was baptized. It instructs everyone to repent of their sins before it’s too late. In Revelation 2:17, Jesus says that “to him that overcometh will I give to eat of the hidden manna, and will give him a white stone, and in the stone a new name written, which no man know saving he that received it.” Now, later in John’s vision in Revelation 21:19, it describes the walls of the city were garnished with all manner of precious stones. From the first foundation on to the twelfth, all are identified by a different type of stone. This implies 12 different layers.
Now Jesus clearly stated that there is a class system in heaven, by saying who will be greater than the least. I believe this a class system is created in the walls of the kingdom by all over comers who will be given a white stone with a new name written in it. In the Sator Square, by taking all the letters that create the first word of Jesus’ and John the Baptist’s “R-E-P-E-N-T” sermons, you will create a diagram in the shape of a diamond. Everyone that will REPENT will be awarded a white stone. These white stones are meant for the building of the walls of God’s Kingdom. As Paul said in 1 Corinthians 3:16, “Don’t you realize that all of you together are the house of God.” This means the people are the House of God, and not some building. And we all know that the disciples and the prophets make up the foundation, with Christ being the chief cornerstone of the building. Each over comer will be given a white stone, with a precious stone inside of it which shows that he has overcome and their stone is a part of building the Kingdom of God. Only God will be able to know the exact precious stone each person will receive and its value in the kingdom.
Whosoever therefore shall break one of these least commandments, and shall teach men so, he shall be called the least in the kingdom of heaven, but whosever shall do and teach them, the same shall be called great in the kingdom of heaven. Matt 5:19
Truly I say to you, among the sons of women, there has not been a greater that John the Baptist, but he who is least in the kingdom of heaven is greater than he. Matthew 11:11
These two verses directly relate to the stones of the walls of heaven because each stone has a certain value. Jesus explains in each verse that there is a social cast system in heaven by saying who is greater and who is least in heaven. I believe he is referring to the value of the precious stone each will be given in building up his kingdom. Verse 22 says that he “saw no temple therein for the Lord God Almighty and the Lamb are the temple of it. And the city had no need of the sun, neither of the moon, to shine in it for the glory of God did lighten it, and the Lamb is the light there of.” This is because the Kingdom of God begins on earth and extends up to heaven. The bible says the earth is God’s footstool, which makes it a part of heaven. God’s Kingdom begins on earth! Why else is there a need for a gate? Is it to lock the Angel’s in? No! It’s on earth to keep the Devil and his army out.
John explained how Jesus will reign in this kingdom on earth for a thousand years. “And I heard a great voice out of heaven saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God is with men, and he will dwell with them, and they shall be his people, and God himself shall be with them and be their God.” I’m not sure if this means that Christ will physically return to earth and rule for a thousand years but according to the Trinity, he can easily rule the earth by his Holy Spirit. Why physically return to earth now and rule when he could have ruled the earth when he first came to earth 2,000 years ago?
I feel that if you believe completely in the Trinity, you don’t need for Christ to physically return and rule over the earth. His Holy Spirit should be able to do that anyway, but that can’t happen until all the religions are on the same page. I believe his spirit will reside inside the souls of men across the world, which is the original tabernacle designed by God, and reside inside of them. Jesus first came to prove to men that the only Temple he desires is the temple of the body. He proved with his body that the Temple of God could be destroyed and rebuilt in three days. Everyone thought he was speaking of the Temple building but he was actually referring to the temple which is his body, which is the same temple I believe Apostle John is referring to in his vision.
John even quotes Jesus in John 3:112-13 that “If I have told you earthly things, and ye believe not, how shall ye believe if I tell you of heavenly things? And NO MAN HAS ASCENDED UP TO HEAVEN BUT HE THAT CAME DOWN FROM HEAVEN, even the Son of man which is in heaven.” From this verse, it means that John did not physically go up to heaven, but he had a spiritual vision of Jesus’ heavenly temple here on earth where the Holy Spirit will rule over his followers in the world until the day he physically returns to cast judgment. John’s vision was meant to detail all the events that will lead up to the day when we are all taken up to heaven in Peter’s nets to be with the Lord.
THE THRONE OF GOD
And immediately I was in the spirit and behold, a throne was set in heaven, and one sat on the throne. And he that sat was to look upon like jasper and a sardine stone and there was a rainbow round about the throne, in sight like unto an emerald. And round about the throne were 4 and twenty seats and upon the seats I saw four and twenty elders sitting, clothed in white raiment, and they had on their heads crowns of gold. Revelations 4:2-4
The Apostle John just revealed to us that the letter N represents the position where God’s throne is at – which is at the center of the Sator Square. His vision in the Book of Revelation shows us the exact placement of God’s Throne Room in Heaven as it relates to its position in the Sator Square. In the Sator Square, the letter N is surrounded by “four and twenty alphabets.” Jesus says that he and the Father are one, so if you look at the letter N, it is actually made up of two conjoined number 7’s. These two number 7’s creates the letter N which symbolizes the thrones of God the Father and Jesus the Son. Jesus said that he and the father are one, and two number 7’s can create the letter N. John also sees 4 beasts surrounding their thrones, which represents God’s Glory from his people.
LOST HOLY ARTIFACTS
Then verily the first covenant had also ordinances of divine service, and a worldly sanctuary. For there was a tabernacle made; the first, wherein was the candlestick, and the table, and the showbread; which is called the sanctuary. And after the second veil, the tabernacle which is called the Holiest of all; Which had the golden censer, and the ark of the covenant overlaid round about with gold, wherein was the golden pot that had manna, and Aaron’s rod that budded, and the tables of the covenant; and over it the cherubims of glory shadowing the mercy seat; of which we cannot now speak particularly. Hebrews 9:1-5
This verse lists the artifacts that were located inside of the tabernacle. These artifacts are also visible inside of the Sator Square.
The first is the tabernacle or tent of meeting.
____________________
The Second Is The Golden Pot that had manna.
____________________
The Third is Aaron’s rod that budded.
____________________
The Fourth is the Mercy Seat above the Ark.
____________________
The first image of the Tent of Meeting is created from the letters T-E-N-T. The Golden Pot of Manna is created by the letters O-R-O and P-O-T. The world Oro means Gold in Latin and the word Pot means pot in English. By combining the letters at the top and bottom corners, I was able to create a golden pot in the center. The fourth and fifth items are actually made up of the same words.
The Torah is the book of the law. Plural form of the word Torah is the word Torot. Located at the northeastern and southwestern corners of the Sator Square is the word TOROT which means the two tables containing the Ten Commandments at the two corners. When you connect the letter S to create the word TOROTS, you can create the cherubims of glory which overshadows the letter N, which now represents the Mercy Seat. After using all the letters T, O, R, and S, the remaining letters are the A, P, E and S, which can be use to spell the word appease. Appease means to bring to a state of peace or quiet. This is a good picture of what happens when you come to God before his mercy seat. He will bring all your worries and concerns to a state of peace and quiet and ease your woes. Now, let’s look at what God told Moses to do with these articles and how they relate to the Sator Square.
And thou shalt put into the ark the testimony which I shall give thee. And thou shalt make two cherubims of gold; of beaten work shalt thou make them, in the two ends of the mercy seat. And make one cherub on the one end, and the other cherub on the other end; even of the mercy seat shall ye make the cherubims on the two ends thereof. And the cherubims shall stretch forth their wings on high, covering the mercy seat with their wings, and their faces shall look one to another; toward the mercy seat shall the faces of the cherubims be. And thou shalt put the mercy seat above upon the ark; and in the ark thou shalt put the testimony that I shall give thee. And there I will meet with thee, and I will commune with thee from above the mercy seat, from between the two cherubims which are upon the ark of the testimony, of all things which I will give thee in commandment unto the children of Israel. Exodus 25:16-22
Earlier, I mentioned how the Sator Square is not just the Holy Grail, but it is also the Third Temple. These instructions were given for the Tent of Meeting which Moses built for worship to God. The Tent was created by using the blank space from the letters T-E-N-T to create a drawing of a Tent which is similar to the one used by Moses. After leaving Egypt, the Israelites ate manna for forty years in the desert. God told Moses to take a pot and put some of the manna that fell to the ground inside of it, and to store it in the Ark next to the testimony before the Lord so it could be retained for future generations.
John 6:32 records where Jesus told the people that the bread Moses gave was not the bread from heaven. It is God who gives you the true bread from heaven. “The bread of God is the bread which comes down out of heaven and gives life to the world.” The people then asked him to give them this bread of life and Jesus told them He is the bread of life. In the diagram of the Golden Pot of Manna, the letters O-R-O means oro, which means gold in Latin. Connect the letters P-O-T and you have the word oro pot, which means gold pot. The remaining letters are the A, R, E, N and S. The word Arens means lambs in Greek. This is meant to symbolize Jesus’ body at the Passover as the sacrificial lamb. During the Last Supper, Jesus told his Disciples that the bread they were eating was his body. After they ate the bread, he took a cup, and instructed everyone to drink from that cup. He said the wine inside the cup represented his blood which established a new covenant with them. He then said that he will no longer drink of the fruit of the vine until that day when he will drink it in a NEW WAY in the kingdom of God.
The Sator Square proves that Jesus was the bread that fell from heaven by a calendar out of it. By assigning each letter with a specific day of the week, you create a 3 ½ week calendar out of it. God instructed the Israelites to gather a double portion of manna on the day before the Sabbath. This means the day to pick a double portion would be Friday on the Sator Square. The word Aren means lamb, so this word will be used to represent Jesus. By crossing out all the letters that represent Friday and Saturday on the Sator Square, you will create three sets of letters. The first row is the letters A & R. The second row is the letters N & E and the third row is the letters A & R. When you stack these letters up, they will create:
If you trace out the word AREN from the top, and then from the bottom, you will trace the word Aren in the form and shape of the number three. I won’t explain just yet why it makes the shape of the number three, but I will later. For now, I just want to point out how the Sator Square proves that Jesus – the lamb – was the bread which fell down from heaven and fed the Israelites in the desert. His name as the lamb says it all.
In the Sator Square, the letter N can be rewritten in lower case form as this – n. Using the Ezekiel Wheel Method, you can rotate the n as the letter u. This symbolically creates a cup or vessel to hold liquids. Adjacent to this letter is two letter P’s. These two letter P’s can be used to represent the handle of the cup used at the Last Supper like with either one handle or two like so:
The last enemy to be abolished is death. For God has put everything under his feet. But when it says “everything” is put under him, it is obvious that he who puts everything under him is the exception. And when everything is subject to Christ, then the Son Himself will also be subject to the One who subjected everything to him, so that God may be all in all. 1 Corinthians 15:26-28
The Last Supper was in remembrance to the Passover, when Moses instructed all the Israelites to put the blood of the lamb they would eat on the two doorposts and on the panel above the door of the house where they would eat the lamb. The Lord was expected to pass over the land of Egypt and kill every first born male human and animal. This Passover Mark would serve as a distinguishing mark which labeled each person who believed in God and followed his commands. In the Sator Square, the four letter T’s are Jesus’ testimony which also serves as his Passover Markings for his believers. The scripture highlighted above shows that Jesus conquered all things – even death. The Apostle Paul states that “Christ our Passover” has been sacrificed. The letter T at the bottom of the Sator Square represents Jesus’ mark on his feet which conquered death for his believers. In relations to the Sator Square, this shows that four letter T’s not only represents the testimony of Jesus, but all represents him as the Passover for all Christian believers. John 3:16 states that all who believes that Jesus is the Son of God will not die, but have everlasting life. Jesus was not sent to condemn the world, but he was sent so the world would be saved through him. We will not die because Jesus conquered death when he rose from the grave and this act, as well as all the lost artifacts of the Ark of the Covenant, are all properly memorialized in the Sator Square.
The diagram of Aaron’s Budded Rod is created by turning the letter p to create the letter b, and turning the letter n to a letter u. Excluding the 4 letter T’s, all of the remaining letters can be used to spell out “Aaron’s Budded Rod” visibly exposing the testimony of Christ spoken from the cross that he alone is the Priest of the World.
In the Third Temple which is built inside of our minds, all these items are stored away where no one can steal them or take them away from us. The Sator Square serves as a spiritual earthly model of the Temple in Heaven and it also contains copies of the lost artifacts within it also. And that is the cover of the ark of the covenant, Aaron’s rod, the ten commandments, the pot of manna, including the body and the cup of Jesus at the Last Supper. Only someone as bright, and brilliant as God could create all this and more from a square design of 25 letters. No human could ever create something so great and mind blowing as the Sator Square and only the Holy Spirit could ever reveal its secrets to someone like myself. Its no wonder why it remained hidden for so long.
THE LIVING STONES OF THE KINGDOM
Then came to him his mother and his brethren, and could not come at him for the press. And it was told him by certain which said, Thy mother and thy brethren stand with, desiring to see thee. And he answered and said unto them, My mother and my brethren are these which hear the word of God and do it. Luke 8:19
The image above is about “the press” that surrounded Jesus as he went about ministering to the people. By blocking out all the letters that spell the word press, we create what looks like the kingdom of God surrounding the letter N, which is Jesus. The above scripture says that Jesus’ family members could not get to him because of the press. Jesus then says that his real family are those that hear the word of god and do it. The Press represents the Kingdom of Living Stones that Jesus began creating nearly 2000 years ago. I will now quote 3 more important stories about the Press and let you decide for yourself.
1st: The Man Sick of Palsy (Mark 2:1-5)
And again he entered into Capernaum, after some days; and it was noised that he was in the house. And straightway many were gathered together, insomuch that there was no room to receive them, no, not so much as about the door: and he preached the word unto them. And they come unto him, bringing one sick of the palsy, which was borne of four. And when they could not come nigh unto him for the PRESS, they uncovered the roof where he was: and when they had broken it up, they let down the bed wherein the sick of the palsy lay. When Jesus saw their faith, he said unto the sick of the palsy, Son, thy sins be forgiven thee.
2nd The Woman with the Issue of Blood (Mark 5:25-34)
And a certain woman, which had an issue of blood twelve years, and had suffered many things of many physicians, and had spent all that she had, and was nothing bettered, but rather grew worse, When she had heard of Jesus, came in the PRESS behind, and touched his garment. For she said, If I may touch but his clothes, I shall be whole. And straightway the fountain of her blood was dried up; and she felt in her body that she was healed of that plague. And Jesus, immediately knowing in himself that virtue had gone out of him, turned him about in the PRESS, and said, Who touched my clothes? And his disciples said unto him, Thou seest the multitude thronging thee, and sayest thou, Who touched me? And he looked round about to see her that had done this thing. But the woman fearing and trembling, knowing what was done in her, came and fell down before him, and told him all the truth. And he said unto her, Daughter, thy faith hath made thee whole; go in peace, and be whole of thy plague.
3rd Introduction of Zacchaeus the Chief Publican (Luke 19:1-10)
And Jesus entered and passed through Jericho. And, behold, there was a man named Zacchaeus, which was the chief among the publicans, and he was rich. And he sought to see Jesus who he was; and could not for the PRESS, because he was little of stature. And he ran before, and climbed up into a sycamore tree to see him: for he was to pass that way. And when Jesus came to the place, he looked up, and saw him, and said unto him, Zacchaeus, make haste, and come down; for today I must abide at thy house. And he made haste, and came down, and received him joyfully. And when they saw it, they all murmured, saying, That he was gone to be guest with a man that is a sinner. And Zacchaeus stood, and said unto the Lord; Behold, Lord, the half of my goods I give to the poor; and if I have taken anything from any man by false accusation, I restore him fourfold. And Jesus said unto him, This day is salvation come to this house, forsomuch as he also is a son of Abraham. For the Son of man is come to seek and to save that which was lost.
What is significant about all three stories concerning the press is that even though Jesus is surrounded by living stones of people, he is still able to notice each person that have a great desire to see him. In the story of the man with palsy, they uncovered the roof and Jesus allows him to skip ahead of the line to receive healing. In the story of the woman with the issue of blood, Jesus allows her to sneak in underneath the press on her knees while he is on his way to heal a little girl who is dying. This woman’s incredible faith also enabled her to skip ahead of the line of others and receive healing. In the story of Zacchaeus, Jesus is able to recognize him above the crowd in a tree and then invites himself over to his home for dinner. Ultimately, the press symbolizes how Jesus is readily able to acknowledge and give healing to the followers who have a strong, determined and passionate desire to seek healing from him.
THE PROMISE OF ABRAHAM
And Sarah said, God hath made me to laugh, so that all that hear will laugh with me. Genesis 21:6
Sarah is the wife of Abraham. When the bible first introduces us to her, her name is spelled Sarai. When she and her husband first meet God, he promises Sarai and Abraham that Sarai will give birth to a child in her old age, and that Abraham will be the Father of many nations, then God seals the promise by replacing the letter I in her name with the letter H, thus changing it from Sarai to Sarah. In the Sator Square, notice how her name speaks out to you and says HI! Her name is clearly memorialized to us without the letters H or I, but by tracing the name, it creates a smile, as if the letters S-A-R-A is literally saying, “HI! God hath made me laugh in my old age? Won’t you laugh with me too?”
I believe that’s exactly what her name is saying. Genesis 21:6 says that when Sarah gave birth to Isaac, the child of the Promise, that as she was looking upon her son, she began to reflect on God’s promise when she first heard of it and laughed. In hindsight, she realizes just how silly she was to ever doubt God’s Promise, so now when it’s time to name this child of the promise, she gives him a name which will forever remind her that this child is actually a living testimony of the doubt she held inside of her heart. This promise was so far fetched to her that she wants everyone in the world who hears of this story to laugh along with her. Can a 90 year old woman give birth in her old age? Yes, she can! And Isaac was Sara’s proof to the world that nothing is ever impossible for God. Her smile says it all!
Romans 9:9 even goes further and states that it was Sara’s name that was the Word of Promise. “For this is the Word of Promise, at this time will I come, and SARA shall have a son.” And in this verse, the King James Bible actually records her name as S-A-R-A, and not Sarah. This is another reason that I believe the writers of the bible deliberately concealed clues to the Sator Square within certain verses of the bible because of the way they spelled her name. Being experts in religion, I’m sure they were fully aware that God changed her name to Sarah and not, Sara. But for the sake of her name inside the Sator Square, her name is purposely spelled as Sara to memorialize the fact that she was the Word of Promise, and not Hagar. Even though Hagar gave birth to Ishmael, the promise was not to Abraham and Hagar, but to Abraham and Sarah. Sara, in her old age, was the person God used to show the world that with him, it’s never too late and nothing is ever impossible for him to do.
JESUS PREPARED FOR BURIAL
For you always have the poor with you, but you will not always have me. In pouring this ointment on my body, she has done it to prepare me for burial. Truly, I say to you, wherever this gospel is proclaimed in the whole world, what she has done will also be told in memory of her.” Matthew 26:11-13
Jesus made this statement after a woman enters a home that he is visiting and pours an expensive fragrance over his head. The disciples admonish him for allowing her do such a thing, but Jesus tells them that what this woman has actually done was to prepare his body for burial. She sacrificed at her own expense a 300 denarii bottle of expensive fragrance on him and he personally viewed this act as a “beautiful thing.” He then rebukes them for not understanding her actions and goes on to explain how they will always have the poor around them, and they can always help them whenever they can, but as for him, he will not always be around in their presence. This is where I believe Jesus memorialized the act made by this woman and his position in the Sator Square.
I explained earlier that the letter N represents, the Jews, heaven, and the throne of God. Now I will explain how the letter N also symbolizes Jesus too. If you look to the top right, and bottom left corners of the Sator Square, you will see the letters P-O-O-R. If you trace out the letters of the top right ones, starting at the letter P, go up to the letter O, connect with the other letter O, then back up to the letter R, you will have just traced out the letter N. The procedure can be reversed with the letters at the bottom left corner, making an inverted letter N.
Jesus said in the opening verse that what this woman did for him will be proclaimed in the whole world and be told “in memory of her.” Tracing these two words to create the letter N, further backs up my theory that the letter N on the Sator Square also represents the body of Jesus Christ. Jesus says in the Gospels of Matthew and Luke that “blessed are the poor, for your is the Kingdom of God.” We found out earlier that the letter N also represents the Kingdom Of God. Genesis records man being made in the “image of God,” and the Book of 1st Corinthians records Paul saying “just as we have borne the image of the man of dust, we shall also bear the image of the man of heaven.”
So what this means is that, in relation to the Sator Square, the Poor’s inheritance, as well as the act by the woman who anointed Jesus’ head, has been memorialized in the image of the letter N, which represents the image of the man in heaven - Jesus Christ. The arrangement of the letters of the word Poor creates a traceable image of the letter N, which shows that the poor are made in the image of Jesus and this is in line with the bible because man is made of flesh, while God is made of the spirit. God’s spirit is embodied by the letter N, and by tracing the letters of the word with your finger, which is made of flesh, this demonstrates that the letter N is a flesh made image of God.
FOR WE ARE HIS OFFSPRING
“And he made from one man every nation of mankind to live on all the face of the earth, having determined allotted periods and the boundaries of their dwelling place, that they should seek God, and perhaps feel their way toward him and find him. Yet he is actually not far from each one of us, for “in him we live and move and have our being” as even some of your own POETS have said, For we are indeed his offspring.” Acts 17:26-28
Now, what Paul is saying here is that God created one man who created every man living in the four corners of the world. And he further proves his point by acknowledging that their own “poets” have said – we are the offspring of Christ. And this verse is also proudly displayed and memorialized within the Sator Square.
By tracing the word P-O-E-T, you will notice that this will create four letter N’s which show the positions of the poets from to the north, south, east, and west directions. This proves Paul’s verse about one man creating every man in the four corners, or four directions of the earth. Now, some people may say that even thou this may create the letter N, it is an inverted or reversed letter N. But let me explain, the inverted letter N is actually the original way the letter N was written, so there’s nothing strange about creating the letter in this form.
However, there is one thing which you may have overlooked. Do you see it? In Acts 18, verse 28 says “that they should seek God, and perhaps FEEL their way toward him and find him.” Paul is saying that people from the four corners of the earth should seek God, and FEEL their way to him. He is talking about using the spirit to feel your way toward Jesus, but I believe he also used the Sator Square to illustrate his point.
By tracing the word P-O-E-T, you will end at the letter T, which as I explained earlier, is the key that leads the way to the gates of Heaven. The word poet leads you to the “cornerstone” (letter T) of “the way”(Tao) to Jesus. After finding this key (letter T), trace your way back as it leads you through the gates (letter E), which takes you directly inside the Kingdom of God (letter N), before the presence of God the Father, and Jesus the Son, which is now, not the letter N, but two number 7’s joined together to form the thrones of God.
This leads me to the main point I have been trying to prove throughout the entirety of this book. That point is that by using the Bible, which is the word of God, it will prove without a doubt that the Sator Square is a Christian symbol. It is a symbol that uses the alphabets of multiple languages to make up a sample of all the languages that God speaks! God doesn’t only understand Hebrew, Greek, or Latin, he hears the prayers of every language spoken on earth – including slang and sign languages. The correct spelling is not as important as the sound of the words used. The Sator Square showcases God’s ability to communicate to the world by using only 25 letters that everyone can use to see Christ’s salvation upon the cross, his promises, his covenant, his chosen people - the Hebrews, the Gentiles, Heaven, and even his throne! The Egyptians wrote lots and lots of hieroglyphs on the walls throughout their kingdom. However, the ability to translate those images was lost, and man discovered that you could use an ancient stone tablet called the “Rosetta Stone”, which was wrote in 3 different languages to decode all the hieroglyphs on the walls. But, when I began decoding the Sator Square, I didn’t use a stone to translate the ancient “writing on the wall.” I simply used the Words of God to decode the “writing on the stone walls,” which is the Sator Square. I believe it was my familiarity of the Rosetta Stone which inspired me to use the written scriptures from the many Prophets of the Bible to solve the Sator Square.
The Sator Square is what I call the “personal signature” of Jesus Christ which seals his covenant, as well as his promises to his believers. Just as Moses told the Israelites in Exodus 5:15, “you shall remember that you were a slave in the land of Egypt, and the Lord your God brought you out from there with a mighty hand and an outstretched arm,” Jesus lived this exact verse for the entire world. Jesus was able to grow up in Egypt of his own free will, which is the very land his ancestors prayed for deliverance from. By Jesus living in Egypt during his youth, it showed that you should no longer be afraid of the very thing or place, you once sought deliverance from.
Jesus returned to Israel, the promised land of the Israelites, and summed up the 10 commandments to 2 new commandments, making God’s laws much easier to remember, and then he removed the barriers that kept the people from coming before God on their own. “With outstretched arms” he died for the sins of the world. Jesus’ time spent on earth represented the “word becoming flesh.” Even though, I unlocked many concealed images and messages inside of the Sator Square, I was not able to do so from my very limited religious and educational background. I was only able to do so by using the Holy Spirit, which God gives to all who diligently seek him. Only the Lord gives wisdom and I am very humble and blessed that he chose someone like me to unlock the hidden wisdom in the Sator Square to the world. As Isaiah 52:10 says, “The Lord has bared his holy arm before the eyes of all the nations, and all the ends of the earth shall see the salvation of our God.”
Yes, God also bared his Holy Arm in the Sator Square. I know I didn’t mention it earlier, but by using the “Ezekiel’s Wheel Method,” you can also rotate the letter E of the A-R-E cross inside the Sacred Heart of Jesus to read as the A-R-M cross, which “bares” the Holy A-R-M of God, that represents his Salvation to the nations. Be blessed and to God be the glory!
THE KEY TO THE UNIVERSE
“"If you only knew the magnificence of the 3, 6 and 9, then you would have a key to the universe."
Nikola Tesla
Please let me attempt to explain what Tesla may be implying in this quote using my knowledge of the Sator Square and the bible. Nikola Tesla had a profound respect for both Buddhism and Christianity. He realized that although each religion expresses itself differently, they both say the same thing – that we are all one.
I explained in an earlier chapter that the letter E’s can form the Gates to Heaven in the Sator Square. The key is the letter T’s which make up the word, Tao, which means “the way.” According to wikipedia.com, “In Chinese philosophy, the concept of yin and yang is used to describe how seemingly opposite or contrary forces are interconnected and interdependent in the natural world, and how they give rise to each other as they interrelate to one another. Yin and yang are actually complementary, not opposing, forces, interacting to form a whole greater than either separate part; in effect, a dynamic system.” Followers of the Tao are also believers of the Yin and Yang. The numbers 6 and 9 together, make up a numeric version of the yin and yang. The number 6 can be rotated 180 degrees to create the number 9, and vice versa. In the Sator Square, the letter E can also replicate the number 3, and the letter P can represent the numbers 6 and 9. I believe Nikola Tesla may have known that the Sator Square was the key that contained “The Way” to Heaven and Hell. He just didn’t know how to tap into it. Maybe it’s because he left out the numbers 0 and 8 to his equation.
Nikola Tesla was a very brilliant man. He is the guy who created the radio. He is best known for the design of the modern AC electrical supply system. He even tried to use the earth as a source to draw out electricity. He knew that the earth contained energy, but never understood how to safely access and control this energy. I believe that he could not properly solve it because he didn’t use the most important number contained in the Sator Square. And that’s the number zero! The number zero also can be viewed as the letter O. Zero is the foundation that all numbers are built upon. Without zero, no other numbers exist! And in the Sator Square, zero is the Old Testament number of God. Allow me to explain my point.
The Sator Square contains five concealed words – Peters Rope Nets Are Open. A while back, the Holy Spirit gave me a pop quiz to find the hidden numbers of God in the Sator Square. From 10 digits, I was to find out which number or numbers could best represent him. I started from number 1 and ended at the number 10. When I looked at all the digits, I realized that this example totaled 11 digits. This was obviously wrong. So, I then knew that in order to create a sequence of only ten numbers consisting of only 10 digits, I would have to include the most left out number of all – the number zero. So my ten digits were now 0 – 9. Next, I had to find out what separated or differentiated each number from the other. I was to turn each number up, down, left and right, to see what each number would do that made it unique from the others. Well, after this test, I realized that the only numbers left that had special qualities were 0, 3, 6, 8, and 9. The numbers 0 and 8 can each be flipped up, down, left and right, and remain the same. The number 6 could be flipped up or down to create the number 9 and vice versa, but not left or right. The number 3 remained the same when flipped up or down. So, after discovering the set of numbers with special qualities, I was to find out what these numbers had in common with each other. By the end of my test, I realized the number 0 best represented God in the Old Testament, the number 8 represents the joint union of God and Jesus of the New Testament, and the number 3 represents the split image of the number 8 which was the image Jesus modeled after his Father in heaven during his time on earth.
Now, let’s go back to the numbers 6 and 9. What makes these two numbers special is that they are the only numbers that can create another number when spun around. This symbolizes balance similar to that of the yin and yang which represents good and evil. I believe that the balance of the numbers 6 and 9 in relation to the Sator Square represents life and death.
It takes a human 9 months to be born. Since 666 is the number of the beast or antichrist, the number 6 represents the number of man, and 9 is the number of judgment. Now, what did the bible say about 9, 6, and 9? Well, the first thing I found is that it records the age of the oldest living man on earth, Methuselah who died at the age of 969. What? Can a man live that long? I believe this is a biblical code in reference to the revolution of the numbers 6 and 9, which is the ever revolving wheel of life. It’s as if these numbers express that a person, “was born, they lived, and then died.” So, here are the final results of my pop quiz.
0 is the numeral which best represents the number of God. Ephesians 4:6 says there is “one God and Father of all, who is above all and through all and in all. And if you look closely at the number 0, it is completely identical to the letter O. Numbers and alphabets are two primary methods of communication. The number 0 and the letter O are the only numbers and alphabets which can be flipped, twisted, reversed or spun around and remain the same. Malachi 3:6 quotes “For I am the Lord, I change not.” Zero is the best number to prove this point.
The number 8 represents the New Testament combined nature of God and Jesus, which is also the sign of infinity, which represents living eternally with the father and the son. The number 3 represents the split image of the number 8, which Jesus modeled on earth after his father in heaven. It is also the image he left behind for his followers to take on as believers of the Holy Trinity – which is the father, son, and the Holy Spirit. When you look closely at the number 3, it is really the number 0 which has been cracked open on one side and bent on the other side, similar to a set of handcuffs.
And lastly, the number 6 is the image of all nonbelievers of Christ who will die and be turned over once again as a 9 to stand judgment before God. So, the 6 and 9 symbolizes life as an hour glass. You’re a 9 in the womb, a 6 when you’re born, and a 9 when you die. 9 is the biblical number of judgment, so when you die, you’re also a 9 because you will be resurrected to stand before God on Judgment Day and be sent to heaven or hell. Jesus says, the father is in him, he is in the father, and together they are one. He desires for us to also join in with them, which is why the only number that is similar to the number 8 is the number 3. That is the special quality of the number 3. It fits perfectly on top of or within the number 8. The numbers 6 and 9 just don’t match up with the number 8. 6 is the number of man and three 6’s is the number of the beast. To become a follower of Christ, one must deny himself and become less. So instead of increasing 3 levels in value (from 6 to 9), I believe to follow Christ, one must deny half of his value (6 minus 3) and become a number 3, which represents a mirrored image of Christ on earth. Collectively, this means that Jesus is in his Father, you are in Jesus, and he is in you. The following verse sums it up better:
“In a little while the world will see me no longer, but you will see me. Because I live, you will live too. In that day you will know that I am in My Father, you are in Me, and I am in you.” John 14:19-20
Actually, if you look at the number 3 in a mirror, it is reversed, as to represent the other half of the image you want to reflect is the image of Jesus in heaven. It’s as though the reversed image represents your spiritual life in heaven which is the mirrored image of Jesus in heaven.
When Jesus died on the cross, nonbelievers saw him and the two others crucified with him as losers. Three big zeros. But since Jesus was connected to the father, who was a zero, he was actually an 8. His spiritual half, which was his father in heaven, was unseen and blind to the necked eye. So even though he died, he was still connected to the father to create an 8. He was resurrected and brought back to life through his connection to the Father. Although they couldn’t see it, Matthew 27:43 points how he did exactly what those taunting him on the cross told him to do, “he has put his trust in God; let God rescue him now – if He wants Him! For he said, I am God’s Son.”
Jesus was crucified between two criminals. One of these criminals told Jesus that if he was the messiah, to save himself and us. This was a statement that had doubts about who he believed Jesus to be. The other criminal that was crucified, this other zero, only asked Jesus to remember him when he goes to his kingdom in heaven. There was no doubt of who he was. This guy had incredible faith in Jesus! Here was a man who was being crucified with these other two “zeros’ and he looks, not to the people on ground level to save him, but instead, he turns to Jesus, who was dying just as he was and asked the Lord to save him!
But that’s really what the number zero represents – faith in the one who is above us all – the Almighty Jehovah! Jesus’ faith was in his fathers hands. And he believed that because he put God above himself, God would save him, thus creating the number 8. The other convicted criminal believed in Jesus, thus reducing himself from a 6 to a 3, in the image of Christ. Matthew 10:24-25 proves this number system as fact when Jesus says “The disciple is not above his master, nor the servant above his lord. It is enough for the disciple that he be as his master, and the servant as his lord.” Because Jesus believed in God, God saved Jesus, and because the criminal believed in Jesus, Jesus saved the criminal.
The sands of the hour glass ran out on the other unrepentant criminal, so because of his unbelief, he died and his life - which was the number 6 position - resorted back to the number 9 position. He will now have to wait and later stand before the throne on Judgment Day. The criminal whose faith was in Jesus was promised a life in paradise that same day. So while one criminal waits for a later day to be judged, the other now lives a life in paradise today!
I believe Nikola Tesla figured out parts of the equation to find the key to the universe, but failed because he didn’t have a zero or an eight in his equation. Zero represents the God Jehovah. Taoism believes in many gods and goddesses but don’t believe that any are omnipotent or eternal. All their gods are of a divine celestial energy. Christianity is based upon believing in the Trinity, which is faith in the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit, which could be translated to mean their faith is symbolized by the number 8, which they emulate as the number 3.
So, however confusing my explanation is, I would like to state the real formula for the key to the universe. I believe “that if you only knew the magnificence of the 0 3, 6, 8 and 9, then you would have a key to the universe.” In other words, have faith in God, live your life in the image of Jesus Christ, so that when you die, you will be judged as fit to live in Heaven and live eternally.
Now, I must confess that I’m quite positive that Nikola Tesla was applying his formula to some sort of “scientific” equation, and possibly wasn’t referring at all to the Sator Square. I just had to compare the two theories together after seeing their similarities. I also wanted to have some innocent fun with Tesla’s theory against mine by applying the bible and the Holy Spirit together as my guide for the number key to the universe, and not relying strictly on science.
Jacob’s Ladder
However, I don’t believe that Tesla just stumbled across using the earth as a conductor of energy, but may have actually used the bible as his inspiration. Have you ever heard of Jacob’s Ladder? The image above creates what I call Jacob’s Ladder in the Sator Square. It’s created by using all the letters O-P-E-N to create a ladder. This ladder is what opened up Jacob’s mind to the full plan of God. If you read Gen 28:10 -18, you will see that Jacob was the first person to realize the earth contained the gate to Heaven. He slept on a rock and had a vision of angels ascending and descending to heaven. When he awoke, he took that stone he slept on and used it as a marker to mark the spot where he was. Years later in his life, God tells him to return to that very spot and to build an altar for him. The bible does not say what was actually sacrificed on the altar, or even if there was a sacrifice at all. God then has Jacob return to this spot where he first discovered the gate to heaven, build an altar, then renames him as Israel. After being renamed, Israel puts down another stone as a memorial to mark his second visit to this location. However, I believe there is a hidden message in this story. I believe this event was where Jacob actually sets up a future or promised entrance to heaven for the Gentiles.
After Jacob returns to the location and builds an altar for God, his name is immediately changed from Jacob to Israel. The first stone created the 12 gates for God’s chosen people to enter into heaven. The twelve gates are named after the twelve tribes of Israel. The 12 Tribes of Israel are named after his 12 sons. So it is when Jacob sets up the first stone or gateway that actually symbolizes God’s plan – with stones - for the building of the 12 Tribes of Israel.
The altar Jacob builds represents the coming sacrifice of the Lamb, which will be Jesus Christ, and the second memorial stone laid, symbolizes the entrance which the Gentiles will use to enter through the Gates that lead to an everlasting life with God. And this entrance is based upon the belief that the 12 Tribes of Israel, or the Jews, are God’s chosen people. And through them, God sent his son Jesus to earth as a sacrificial offering for the sins of the world. And to all those who believe this, they will have the right to enter in through the gates of heaven into a world of everlasting life with Jesus! Hallelujah!
Now, after using my formula of the numbers 0, 3, 6, 8, and 9, let’s see how they relate to the planets in our universe. The numbers 1-9 will represent the planets and the number zero represents the sun which symbolizes God’s presence at the center of the universe.
Planet #3 is the earth, the only planet that has life. This represents a world of believers made in the image of Jesus. It is a planet that has everything necessary for human survival. It is the only planet that has liquefied water. Jesus is the only God that offers life giving water, so if you can see the water, you have Jesus, and this means you have life!
Planet #6 is Saturn which was named after the Roman God of Agriculture. It is 95 times larger than the earth. This symbolizes a world of non-Christian believers that are living on a planetary foundation made up of lies and false beliefs. These people are still on the green pastures of Jesus, the Great Shepherd, but are distant and living on the outside of his kingdom. Saturn has 62 moons, but it has one planet-like moon called Titan, which is the only moon in the entire universe with a dense atmosphere similar to the earth. This moon symbolizes how Jesus still has a close presence to his nonbelievers. The 61 other moons represent all the demons and false gods that are forever present before these nonbelievers. Saturn has 9 main rings which represents God’s judgment over the heads of Saturn’s inhabitants of nonbelievers.
Planet #9 is Pluto. It represents judgment because it is still being debated whether or not it is really a planet or not. Today, it is no longer considered as a full size planet, but is now called a dwarf planet. One day on Pluto is equal to 6.39 days! Hmmmm? 6, 3, and 9. Aren’t these numbers very peculiar? The inhabitants of Saturn and Earth will both go to Pluto to receive judgment from God.
Planet #8 is Neptune. It is the farthest full size planet from our sun. It is named after the roman god of the sea. Neptune can symbolize heaven and the everlasting life giving waters of Jesus. Earth and Neptune are the only two planets in our universe that have a sea blue atmosphere. Earth symbolizes the world of a Christian believer who lives in the image of Christ along with the Holy Spirit, and Neptune represents the distant world we will live in with God and Jesus. Like Saturn, it also has a faint ring system around it made up of 3 primary rings. These rings can represent the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.
One other fact I forgot to mention is that Pluto is considered as a lost moon of Neptune. This means that Pluto, the planet of Judgment, can also be considered as the planet of Satan, who was removed from Heaven (Planet #8 Neptune) and has already been judged for eternal damnation by God. Pluto can symbolize Satan and his world of followers who will have to stand before God on Judgment Day. Pluto even has an irregular orbital pattern which takes it inside of Neptune’s orbit. So, its position in the universe actually fluctuates back and forth from #8 to #9 with Neptune, clearly making Pluto a planetary body of judgment in the universe. It shows how God’s throne of judgment from heaven will one day separate all of his believers from his nonbelievers.
This all proves my point that, like the Sator Square, God has left visible signs everywhere for us to know that he is the creator. Even the positions of planets and moons point to his presence in the universe. We just have to look more closely. It took us nearly 2,000 years to see that the Sator Square is a holy symbol and even longer to recognize God in the alignment of the solar system. I wonder what other symbols and signs we have failed to recognize as it relates to God?
HOW YOUR DOG TRAINS YOU
TO SERVE GOD BETTER
“Separate those who lap the water with their tongues like a dog from those who kneel down to drink.” Three hundred men lapped with their hands to their mouths. All the rest got down on their knees to drink. The Lord said to Gideon, “With the three hundred men that lapped I will save you and give the Midianites your hands. Let all the other men go, each to his own place. Judges 7:5:-7
This verse demonstrates how God chose the drinking behavior of a dog for selecting soldiers for Gideon’s Army of 300 because he wanted him to choose warriors that would satisfy their needs without dropping their guards and sacrificing their safety. Just as God told Gideon to select men who act like a dog, I believe this is also the same way we can also understand how to better serve God, by copying certain behaviors of the dog. I believe that God uses this story for us all to look toward the good qualities of the dog to critique our relationship of master and servant with him. I believe the biggest hint is in the name itself. Remember, God is Dog spelled backwards.
Since the beginning of time, the dog has been considered as man’s best friend. Dogs are loyal and obedient to their master. They are guardians and protectors of their master and love to seek his affection and relax in their master’s company. A dog is a very loyal creature. When his owner leaves the house, he will patiently wait by the door for his owner to return, similar to Jesus’ parable of the 10 virgins. When his master returns home, a dog is overjoyed and will lick (which is his form of kissing) his master uncontrollably, until his master tells him to stop. He is content just to be in the presence of his owner. If the owner, his family members, or even his possessions are in harms way, a dog will risk his own life for their defense. While his owner is asleep, or just watching television, a dog is always on guard, watching and protecting the complete surroundings of where his master is. Maybe it was the behavior of a dog that Jesus was trying to instill in his disciples while he was praying in the garden. He rebuked them for not staying awake and on guard with him for at least 1 hour during the 3 times he prayed! It was when he returned to their sleeping bodies the third time that he told them to sleep on because his betrayer was now here. And this was the last instruction Jesus gave to his group of disciples before he was crucified.
The dog is man’s best friend, and to God, the human is his best friend. God cares for the humans of this earth more than any other beast he ever created. God loves us just as we love our dogs.
If a dog is disobedient, he usually will be punished. If a dog continues to be disobedient, an owner will no longer desire to keep the dog and will eventually release the dog from his care. The dog aids in many functions and roles for people, like hunting, herding, working, and protecting. By now, I’m sure you are wondering why I am comparing a dog to God. Actually I’m not. I am comparing the dog to humans. In this experiment, you are the dog, and the dog’s owner is God. In the spirit of the Sator Square where things are being turned and spun around, I wanted to show you how the roles of man and dog can be spun around in order to better serve God.
God wants man’s behavior to be the same as man’s best friend. Obedient, loyal, protective – the list goes on and on. To spend time with you, God has set aside a day with his people just as most dog owners normally set aside a day off from work to spend with their pets. God set aside the Sabbath as the day for us to spend time with him. As Jesus said in Mark 2:27, “The Sabbath was made for man, and not man for the Sabbath.” What this means is that God created the Sabbath to know what are your needs and concerns for him, as well as for you to shower him with praise. Just as a dog’s owner spends time with their dogs to notice all the things that may be wrong with the dog so that he can make the necessary arrangements to go to the vet or the groomers, God longs for his people to spend time with him and bring their burdens to him so that he can hear their needs and make the necessary arrangements to bless them.
God wants “dogs” that put him first in their life. Many dog owners don’t have a problem with their dogs going up to a stranger and showing affection. They have a problem when the dog treats every stranger on the same level as they treat the owner. The owner feeds the dog, houses the dog, bathes the dog, and shelters the dog, so its natural that he wants the love and affection that the dog showers him with to be greater than the affection he gives to ordinary strangers. This is what God means when he says, “There shall be no other Gods before me. I am a jealous God.” Just as God is a jealous God, many pet owners are jealous pet owners. A dog that doesn’t obey an owners command or doesn’t differentiate his love to a stranger from that of his owner may be released! And that’s what God does to people that serve other God’s on the same level than him or even better. Looking closely at the 1st commandment, God doesn’t actually say that you can’t have any other Gods; he says there shall be no other God before him! You are not to worship or serve them. This means you can have them, but you can never worship them. And these Gods can be anything you possess, which can be translated as serving, such as the TV, the internet, cell phones, social networks, automobiles and etc. If you seek these things before you seek the face of God, then you could be in jeopardy of being euthanized like a dog. On Judgment Day, God may decide that you did not put him first in your life and find you guilty of serving him less than "your other Gods." If that’s so, you just might find yourself being put to sleep or euthanized - as an unwanted dog. Yes, just as man puts dogs he no longer desires to sleep, God will do the same thing on Judgment day. They will be taken out of Jesus’ rope nets and thrown in the fiery pits of hell.
God wants loyalty. In fact, he demands it. He created the dog for man’s benefit as an example to show him exactly what loyalty looks like. Think of the story of Abraham. God made a promise to him when he was 75 years old that he would make him the father of many nations. That promise wasn’t achieved until Abraham was 100 years old. That means that Abraham waited patiently for 25 years and never abandoned God! Now that’s loyalty. When it looked as though the promise was never going to happen, Abraham stayed faithful to God. When Abraham was 99 years old, the Lord met with him and told him to “walk before me, and be thou perfect” (Gen. 17:1) Isn’t this exactly how we walk a dog - on a leash – ahead of us right? Later, God was walking to Abraham’s home and Abraham ran out of the tent to meet him. He provided for the needs of God and his angels. After that meeting, God promised Abraham that he and his wife will bear a child in their old age. Abraham and Sarah both laughed. But God had the last laugh. They felt they were too old but God heals all wounds and he made it possible for the two of them to conceive a child.
You can also look at the story of the prodigal son. When you think about it, this story happens everyday as it relates to dogs. Dog’s have a potential to run away from their master’s home and mingle around with other stray dogs in the neighborhood. Some dogs will stray away for a day, a week, or even years. But every time you hear the story about a runaway dog returning to its master, the owner always welcomes the dog back into the home. He cleans him up, cares for his needs, and restores him back to his status as the family pet just as in the story of the Prodigal Son. And just the way we are willing to accept our dog back, God is always willing to accept us back after days, weeks, or years of backsliding. No amount of time away from him is too long for him to not accept you back. The main thing is that YOU MUST return back to him to be accepted. You can’t be accepted back by staying away.
So there you have it, the same thing you expect from your dog, God expects from you! And now that you know, there aren't any more excuses for not truly knowing how to serve God. The answer is likely the same way your faithful and loyal dog serves you!
HOW SATAN LEADS YOU TO JESUS
The Lord said to Satan, “From where have you come?” Satan answered the Lord and said, “From going to and fro on the earth, and from walking up and down on it.” Job 1:7
Since we are spinning things and rotating roles, I thought it would be interesting if we examine the roles of Jesus and the Devil. I often hear people say, “I don’t know God” or how do I know God really exists? I will then ask them, “How well do you know the devil?” They all respond with their opinion of the Devil and describe to you very graphic nightmares and horror stories about him, but if you ask them about Christ, they are still debating and questioning if he is real or not. Keep in mind, they have never seen the Devil in reality, only in their dreams, but they’ll tell you that they know the Devil is real because they could feel him. “His presence feels real!” Well my friends, I want to inform you that you can feel Jesus too, but you have to completely turn from sin and personally invite him into your life. The reason most can feel the Devil is because the Devil will enter your life uninvited. You don’t have to invite him over, he just shows up – mostly unannounced too! Now Jesus on the other hand is always ready and willing to enter your life also, but by invitation only. Jesus said that, “no man can serve two masters.” If he sees that the Devil already has a presence in to your life, he will continue to stand on the outside and wait for you to eventually invite him into your life to repair all the damage that Satan has already done. Your healing from Jesus can’t begin until you completely remove Satan from your life. “You can’t serve two masters.” Now although Satan comes uninvited, to get rid of him, all you have to do is ask him to leave in the name of Jesus – and he will! Once he leaves, then ask Jesus to come immediately into your life. The only problem is that once Satan leaves, even if Jesus has a very strong presence in your life, expect Satan to return once again with possibly even more demons than before – and they will come uninvited.
So that’s why I believe that with my unique way of looking at things, I can actually help people see Jesus just by looking toward the Devil. First, let me explain myself. Jesus is not behind the Devil. He is in front of him. Remember, Jesus told Satan to get behind me. So, if you are able to see the Devil, that means that you passed Jesus up because you didn’t recognize him! Once you see the Devil, simply turn around, you’ve gone too far, and start looking for Jesus. So by using this method, you can use the Devil as a compass to find Jesus. If you encounter the Devil going north, turn around and go south. If you encounter him going west, turn around and go east. If going east, you still don’t recognize Jesus and see the Devil again, then you are now South East, and once again, went too far and passed Jesus. And vice-versa if you were traveling south. The key is that you can never give up searching for him. He can’t stand in front of Jesus so he is always lurking behind him, waiting for those who pass up Jesus and stumble into his neck of the woods.
If you keep passing up Jesus, because you can’t seem to find him somehow, allow the Devil to signal to you that you have passed him up, and you need to start looking back in the other direction. See, the Devil is the exact opposite of Jesus. Every promise that Jesus makes, he keeps. Every promise the Devil makes, he breaks. The Devil cannot guarantee anything! The Devil promises love, but only delivers heartache. He promises wealth, and delivers poverty. There’s an old saying, that “If you keep doing what you’ve been doing, you will keep getting what you’ve been getting.” The Devil promotes separation, Jesus promotes togetherness. The Devil promises to deliver, Jesus always delivers what he promises. In a weird sort of way, I must admit that I respect the Devil’s work ethic. I’m not saying I respect what he does, but the drive that he has to keep on attacking. He never stops trying! He keeps losing but lives to fight another day! Shouldn’t he just quit! He even tries very hard to look, act, and talk like Jesus. He won’t stop at bringing you down. He won’t stop at making you give up on Jesus. He won’t ever let you live a peaceful life of love and happiness. Never! He stays close to you, always trying to get in to your life whenever you unexpectedly leave him an opening. He is so dedicated to his job of deceiving every living being on earth, that he even tested his skills on Jesus - with the very Words of God! And that brings me to my main point. The Devil’s sole purpose on earth is to test man’s loyalty to God! That’s it! Why else would God allow him free range of earth, to tempt every living soul on earth – even his son Jesus, and live? Satan is bad, bad, news. God’s wisdom is so vast, I am quite sure he knows how troublesome Satan is in everyone’s life, so why not exterminate him now? Why does he allow him to exist? Why not do the world a great big favor and destroy Satan now? I believe I have the answer. Angels were created to serve God without free will. It’s their duty to serve him. Man was created in the image of Angels, but unlike Angels, was allowed to have free will to choose a life dedicated to God or not. I believe God allowed Satan and his Angels to have free will and become “mad with power” and attempt to create his own kingdom on earth because God wanted him to do that. It’s all apart of God’s master plan! No insult to police officers, but think of the Devil as an undercover police officer who entices criminals to commit a crime (Think Bait Car) and entraps him. The Devil is God’s Fallen Angel of Entrapment! The bible shows how the Devil knows God “personally” and how after being tossed out of heaven, he was still allowed to have discussions with God about his best servant Job! Why is Satan’s opinion so important to God unless it’s his job to tempt us and report it back to him! The Devil has an assigned task from God, like that of the Angel of Death. When Satan tempted Jesus, Jesus simply told him to “get behind him.” Jesus knows that Satan’s life is committed to hell and there was no need to reprimand him. Temptation is what he is assigned to do! Jude 1:9 even shows how the Archangel Michael did not bring one abusive condemnation against Satan during a debate over Moses’ body, because he also was fully aware that there is no need to put down the Devil verbally because it won’t offend him or stop him from testing everyone on earth! That means Jesus, Angels, and especially you! He can’t stop doing what he’s doing until God actually forces him to stop! Revelations 20:3 says that God will cast the Devil into the bottomless pit “and shut him up, and set a seal upon him, that he should deceive the nations no more, till the thousand years should be fulfilled: and after that he must be loosed a little season.” So that means that the Devil has a scheduled thousand year vacation planned and after that time has come and gone, its back to work he goes! But don’t let down your guard because it doesn’t say his fallen angels will get a vacation too! They will be just as active during that time period as though Satan is still on the job.
And, just to show you how my mind works, just how long is a thousand years anyway? Psalms 90:4 says, “For in your sight a thousand years are like yesterday that passes by, like a few hours of the night.” 2 Peter 3:8 begs us not to forget that “with the Lord, one day is like a thousand years, and a thousand years like one day.” So for all we know, the Devil’s thousand year, “8 million hours plus” vacation may actually turn out to be just one - 24 hour day! I guess that’s why the bible tells everyone to constantly be on guard for the Devil every day because you never know when his vacation will start and end. The Jewish Holiday of Yom Kippur is considered as the Sabbath of Sabbaths. It is a 25 hour day of sacrifice which is believed by some as a day the devil cannot tempt you. This means that Yom Kippur is possibly the devil’s annual vacation day. I’m not sure about that, but what I am sure about is that you must never let your guards down because you must understand that he will try to enter your life when he returns and your guard is down.
This story tells me another thing about God that most people may have probably missed out on. God rewards all his workers! Even the bad ones. Jesus allowed Judas to lay his head in his bosom even though he knew he would soon betray him. He let him receive his “betrayer’s reward” of 30 pieces of silver and allowed him be the FIRST disciple to reach his tomb on Resurrection Sunday and live to know and tell others that Jesus is Lord! Judas eventually becomes overcome with guilt, returns the reward money to the church, and commits suicide but Jesus still allowed him to witness his salvation for the world! Now, who on earth would not have wanted to see that? Everybody! Even Jesus’ betrayer - Judas. So, I ask myself, why? And I see it’s the same thing with Satan. The most hated entity this world has ever seen gets scheduled time off just as God promised, then returns back to work rested and refreshed to try again. But he will ultimately see that everything he has worked so hard to destroy – will only succeed! He and every living soul this world has ever given birth to will witness Jesus’ return to earth, then shove off to a place that has been specifically reserved just for them – which is heaven or hell. And let’s not forget that even Jesus received a 3 day vacation after he was crucified!
Which makes me question, was this actually 3 days or 3 thousand years (in God years of course)? I often wondered about how 3 hours before Jesus died, the sun turned black, the dead came out of the grave, and so on, and so forth. I always wondered how the world, outside of Jerusalem, reacted the day the sun went black. I used to tell myself, that in the same way people faint at funerals, maybe God fainted for those 3 hours of darkness because his son was about to die, and when he fainted, the world just went ape wild!. I also wondered if everything went crazy because he turned his back on the world and walked away, not wanting to see his son suffer any longer on the cross. But, one day, the spirit told me - all my answers were wrong!
God watched everything, he didn’t abandon the world, and he didn’t faint. He turned off the sun so that the whole world would rejoice at the exact moment that Jesus gave up the ghost. Allow me to explain further. Have you ever been in a crowded room and the power went out? Have you ever been in an elevator and it stops working, and leaves you stuck between floors? Ever notice how everyone all rejoices the moment the power is restored or the elevator starts moving again? Usually it’s celebrated with a big loud roar! And the spirit tells me that’s the response God wanted to achieve from the rest of the world outside of Jerusalem. The precise moment that Jesus died on the cross was also the exact moment that all the citizens of the world were now given a chance to access entrance beyond heavens gates without even knowing it! Across the world, people were completely unaware of why the sun suddenly turned off for 3 hours. I’m quite sure that the moment it began to shine again, they all rejoiced and let out a great big roar! They may have thought that they were shouting because of the sun’s return, but they unknowingly were cheering because they were now liberated! We know back in Jerusalem that the mood was somber because everyone just witnessed the fact that Jesus had died. The bible even records where the Roman soldiers at the crucifixion mentioned that “truly this was the Son of God.” But remember, God works in mysterious ways, and by turning off the Sun across the entire universe, he basically was coordinating a surprise party for the rest of the world who were completely unaware of the situation taking place in Jerusalem. This surprise party was to announce to the world that the savior had died and was creating a way to enter into heaven for them. I’m sure there was lots of dancing, hugging, and kissing because the world had not come to an end when the sun went black. Salvation had come to the entire world by way of the Jewish man on the cross! It’s almost as if God said “let there be light” twice when you think about it. Jesus did say that all things will be made new, and maybe, just maybe, it began with the restarting of the sun.
Don’t be afraid of what you are about to suffer. Look, the Devil is about to test you, and you will have affliction for 10 days. Be faithful until death, and I will give you the crown of life. Revelation 2:10
Contrary to popular belief, the devil does not have the power to cause death! That’s the job of the Angel of Death, and not the legendary Grim Reaper! The bible records where King David prayed to God to stop the Angel of Death from attacking Jerusalem after he already slaughtered over 70,000 people just because of the sin he caused. The Devil’s primary assignment is to lead people away from God. Jesus’ primary assignment is to lead people to God. That’s it! Which is why I believe that you must be honest with yourself and acknowledge that if you are actually moving farther and farther away from God, then that means that you are being led away from him by the Devil? Stop, turn around and start following Jesus! And if you are truly honest with yourself and truly believe you are following Jesus – then keep on going! Don’t stop and don’t turn around! BECAUSE THIS IS ONLY A TEST! As the opening scripture says, God allows the Devil to personally test you, and if you stay strong, and keep the faith, you will be rewarded in the end!
The Devil will only give you what he has always given you - which is a steady dose of disappointment. The reason most people fail to see Jesus is because the Devil has blurred their vision. It’s the story of the blind leading the blind. Mark 8:22 tells of a story that demonstrates Jesus restoring sight to a blind man by spitting in his eyes. However, after doing so, the man’s vision is only partially restored. He is able to see, but not clearly – everything is very blurry. Jesus then lays hands on the man and this time, the man’s vision is completely restored. I believe that’s why most people are not able to see Jesus clearly. Their first impression or vision of him is distorted, and they don’t stay around long enough for him to completely restore their sight more clearly. They need this “second dose of healing!” I also noticed how Jesus used his spit to heal this man, as well as others.
In one story, he mixed spit with dirt, and in the other, he put spit on this man’s tongue. Why does he use spit to deliver healing? I believe the reason that he did so was because he is demonstrating that your healing must begin at the level of your faith. Spitting in someone’s face is probably as low as you can go to do something insulting to someone. If everyone could pick and choose how he will be blessed, I’m quite sure everyone would desire a spit-less blessing. But this blind man’s faith was so low, Jesus had to make him believe that something viewed as demeaning and degrading could actually be a blessing in disguise for him. Its because his blessing required two steps which shows me that he had some serious doubts about being healed, but once he saw that Jesus is not abusing him, but is blessing him, his faith increases and he now receives a “spit-less” dose of Jesus’ healing powers. Jesus says if you have faith the size of a mustard seed, you can move mountains. This man’s faith was obviously less than that. Jesus spits in his eyes, he sees blurriness, then I guess he’s waiting for Jesus to spit again, and he doesn’t. The second healing is different from the first and only required a touch. His faith increased, so Jesus blessed him on his “new level” of faith, and not at his first level of faith.
This leads me to believe that Jesus was demonstrating himself in the character of an Ox which I spoke of earlier. The ox is a member of the cattle family. The ox is 100% useful to mankind. The Ox is good for work, transportation, hauling, food, drinking, its hide, and even for its waste! Yes, it’s waste. Cattle waste is used as fertilizer to grow fresh vegetation. I believe that by spitting on the man, Jesus was demonstrating that his saliva – or waste – was also good for growing fresh faith! Think of how much the average person spits on the ground. If everyone’s saliva was good for healing, I’m sure some pharmaceutical company would be bottling it up for sale! Jesus proved that he was pure inside and out, and he proved it with the waste water of his mouth – his saliva.
Now, let’s look at the chemical makeup of saliva. Saliva is made up of 99.5% water. That’s very close to 100%. The human body produces over 25,000 quarts of saliva in a life time. That’s enough saliva to fill 2 swimming pools! Jesus promises to give everlasting “life giving water” and this story demonstrates he has this holy water and can create a lot more just by using a sample of what’s viewed as the waste water of his mouth to restore sight to a blind man. There is no other story in the world that is similar to a man receiving sight from being spat upon. Leviticus 15:8 says that if a clean man is spat upon by an unclean man, he must wash himself and his clothes and stay away from everyone until evening, but Jesus proved he was not an unclean man, so this law did not apply to him. Since he was clean, this man did not need to cleanse himself, his clothing, or be forced to stay away from others. Jesus commands him to go home to his family and to stay away from other nonbelievers, because he knew these unbelievers would tell him otherwise. They would have told him to obey the Law of Moses, but Jesus gave him instructions from one who is greater than Moses. That’s why he led him out of the city away from the doubting and judgmental eyes of the community. Jesus was clean and this man was considered clean. Moses did not establish a law for “clean people spitting upon the clean.” The law only applied to the unclean spitting upon the clean. The way I see it, Jesus knew he was clean and this man was clean, so all that was necessary was for this man to do was to just go home. There was not a need for him to wait until evening.
I believe that once a person is able to recognize the tests and false promises of the devil and know in their heart that they are in need of restoration and healing, that’s the perfect time when they will be able to see their way to Jesus. Jesus helps everyone who believes in him and calls on his name with what they need, and not what they want. This is what makes him different from the Devil. The Devil first promises to give you everything you desire, but those promises only creates more problems in your life that will also needs solving. Jesus fixes everything that needs solving in your life first, and then based upon your faith in him, he then gives you all that you desire according to your works.
But remember, the Devil is the opposite of Jesus. Satan hates, Jesus loves. Satan wishes death, Jesus wishes life. Satan is the author of lies; Jesus is the author of truth. Satan comes uninvited, Jesus only comes after he is invited. So for every test you get from Satan, know that everyone, even saved long-time Christians need Jesus even more! You can’t fight Satan and win without prayer. Prayer is the one and only weapon Jesus gave you to fight with so use it! But also know that Satan knows the word also, and will even fight you with the word to plant any doubts you may have with it. That’s why you must continually seek Jesus in prayer and read all you can about the word of God. The more word you have the more weapons you have to fight him back and win!
THE LAST SUPPER FEAST
Ye know that after two days is the Feast of the Passover, and the Son of man is betrayed to be crucified. Matthew 26:2
In Davinci’s famous portrait of the Last Supper, he has many things happening in the room - a revolving wheel of emotions. But I can clearly see that this portrait is in direct relationship to the Sator Square. Pay close attention to the four large paintings on the left and right side walls. Now notice the 3 small paintings in between the four large paintings. Why are the pictures on the right side noticeably lower than the paintings on the left side? This is unbalanced. These 3 unleveled paintings on the wall are the first clues that tell me that Davinci doesn’t want to draw your attention to his artistic perfection, but rather to his artistic hidden message.
First, why does he paint the table cloth with creases as though he wants it to resemble a wall pattern of bricks, and not smooth like one would expect a table cloth to be. This is a painting! If the original cloth was creased at the Last Supper, a typical artist would not paint it wrinkled and creased in his painting. Next, notice how Doubting Thomas’ finger is pointing. You may say his finger is pointing up in reference to him putting his finger in Jesus’ side, but I say he is pointing up to the ceiling for a different reason. Shouldn’t he be pointing to Jesus’ side and not up to the ceiling? Have you noticed how the ceiling tiles resemble the webbing of a large net? Is this Davinci’s message to reference Peter’s rope nets? And why does Peter have a knife in his hand and seems as though he is going to stab someone? Is this to remind us of how he used a “sword” (and not a knife) to cut the ear of a soldier in the Garden of Gethsemane? I think not! I believe this is in direct reference to God telling Peter in his vision to, “Rise, Eat, and Kill.”
After looking over this painting carefully, I noticed that Davinci also painted many things wrong about this meal in relation to the Passover? First, and more importantly, why is everyone’s plate clean? Where are the remnants of bones? There is no evidence of a lamb being eaten or its remnants. Is this to symbolize that Jesus was the main course of the meal which was lamb? The bible records that everyone drank from one glass but in the portrait, there are 12 individual glasses on the table, yet there are 13 people at the meal. Somebody’s glass is missing from the table! Is the missing glass meant to bring attention to the cup that is the blood of Jesus? And lastly, the bread of a traditional Passover is unleavened. The bread in this painting is leavened. And why is there salt spilled on the table directly in front of Judas? Keep on reading and I will tell you why!
Jesus said, “Salt is good, but if the salt has lost is savor, of what use is it? It is no good for the land or for the place of waste.” No one has a use for it. Judas spilling the salt references him losing his savor by being a traitor, and he is thus no good for the land or for the place of waste, and no one has a use for him. The bible records the field that Judas committed suicide at as “the place of waste, and let no man live in it.”
In the Sator Square, the last supper is memorialized and visible by the letters E-A-T. This word – eat - is created in four groups of 3’s in the same manner that Davinci displays in his portrait. All the disciples are placed in four groups of 3’s at the table. At the Last Supper, Jesus commands his disciples to “Take, Eat! This is my body which is broken for you. Do THIS in remembrance of me. And THIS act has clearly been memorialized of those that did eat or ate his body!
In Davinci’s painting, Andrew’s hands are up in the air as though he is alarmed. Mark 13:3-8 records Jesus telling Peter, James, John and Andrew to notice the birth pains of the end of times, “watch out that no one deceives you. Many will come in my name, saying, I am he, and they will deceive many. When you hear of wars and rumors of wars, don’t be alarmed; these things must take place but the end is not yet.” Is this what Davinci was referring to instead! Is Andrews shock a warning to us to look out for these deceivers? Notice how he is deliberately looking directly at the neck of Judas, the deceiver. Why did Davinci paint what looks to be a baby camouflaged on his arm? Is this vague image of a baby on Judas to reference the ‘birth pains” which mark the begging of the end? Also, if you go to the opening 2 verses of this scripture, Jesus’ disciples were marveling at the massive stones and impressive buildings that made up the temple complex when Jesus tells them that all the stones of this building will be torn down and not one will rest upon another. Earlier, I mentioned how the table cloth was painted with creases that resembled a stone pattern. Was this done to represent the new foundation of the new temple that Jesus was building at the Last Supper? The table cloth resembles a foundation of bricks that are lined up and not yet stacked on top of each other? Is this painting depicting the foundation of the real Church of Jesus Christ made up of Peter and all the disciples?
Long ago, I heard of some graphic artist taking the Last Supper portrait and superimposing a reversed image of it directly on top to create a new image that portrays what vaguely looks like two Knights Templars at each end of the table. I also did the same thing, and it does look like a knight is seated at the table, but there is no insignia which makes it a Knights Templar for certain. Is this also what Davinci was trying to conceal in the painting? The mysterious role of the Knights Templars? I took my two images of the Last Supper and placed a mirrored image of the original portrait over the other, and positioned it upside down as though it was casting a reflection and that’s when the real hidden message of Davinci’s painting hit me!
The image I received is a life-sized portrait of one of Ezekiel’s vision, which to me clearly references the Sator Square. Earlier, I spoke of Jesus’ first sermon of R-E-P-E-N-T in the Sator Square and how the image it creates is of a diamond shape. When I created my superimposed picture of the original, Jesus created a diamond shape in the center, and additional figures of Jesus at the south, and what also looks another image of him to the west! The head of Jesus at the west gate can even be used as a reversed blurred image of God’s glory rushing into the east gate. The Prophet Ezekiel said he had a vision of God’s glory entering into the New Temple through the East Gate. At the West Gate, it looks as though twelve men are ready to enter into the West Gate and exit out of the East Gate, because as Ezekiel wrote in his vision, if you enter into any gate, you must exit out of the opposite side gate. This makes this image line up in agreement with that verse of scripture. So either this is an image of God’s Glory entering in through the east gate passing on to the west gate or vice versa. However, this is the image that I believe Davinci was concealing. The fact that Jesus’ primary objective of the Last Supper was his creation of the third temple – which was his body! By sharing the food as his body, he was demonstrating that in the New Temple, there is no longer a need to bring in a sacrificial offering. From that moment on, his body will serve as the sacrifice for the ages to come.
Leonardo Davinci is famous for drawing art and then writing notes alongside of them. He concealed these notes by writing his words in a reversed manner. This was to conceal his writings from prying eyes within the church. In order to read his writings, one would have to use a mirror to see what it was that he wrote. And the things he wrote were not Top Secret information – just basic observations. I heard somewhere that one painting contains a list of groceries! This was quite possibly a joke, but I believe he used this technique in his drawings, as a clue to find the messages in his paintings. It clearly seems that he used this technique in this portrait to possibly show that it was during the Last Supper that Jesus gave his disciples the Sator Square. As recorded during the bible, the disciples mention that now, at last, Jesus no longer speaks to them in parables. They are marveled at how they are now able to understand him. Davinci had free access to work around in the church. He even brought dead human cadavers into the church, dissected them, scientifically studied them, drew accurate drawings of their body parts, then disposed of the bodies without anyone knowing exactly what it was he was doing. Now, if he was able to move around and conceal something as strange as this, then maybe during one of his snooping trips around the church, he was able to discover the Secrets of the Sator Square? Maybe he decided to make a painting that revealed and concealed what he saw? Or maybe someone in the Vatican wanted him to do just that! I’m not sure, but when comparing what I now know about the Sator Square against the words of the bible, I believe my explanation fits more accurately. Davinci did not try to paint an accurate portrait of the Last Supper – that’s for sure. The items on the table are wrong. The image outside looks like high noon, when it's known by everyone that the Last Supper was an event that took place at night. The image of John leaning away from Jesus is made to bring attention to the shape of the R-E-P-E-N-T diamond that Jesus creates at all the gates of heaven. It seems as though this image points to Jesus as the image of the New Temple. And the bible makes no mention of Peter wanting to kill anyone during the Last Supper so why even imply that he wanted to? And why is his arm behind his back in such as a way as to create the inverted letter N as the “P-O-E-T” diagram of the Sator Square which points to “the way” into heaven? Have you noticed how everyone on the right side has their hands visible? Not touching a money bag, spilling salt, or placing their hands at someone else’s neck. All their hands are clean. I feel the spirit tell me to find what the bible says of clean hands. I find Psalm 24:4 which says, “The one who has clean hands and a pure heart, who has not set his mind on what is false, and who is not sworn deceitfully, He will receive blessing from the Lord, and righteousness from the God of his salvation. Such is the generation of those who seek him, who seek the face of the God of Jacob. Selah.” Everyone to the right of Jesus has his hands shown and pointing in the direction of Jesus. These are clean hands which are used to represent what I believe to be God’s glory entering the New City by the gate facing east.
Now that I have given what just may be the best explanation ever of this portrait, let’s also put an end to this foolishness that Jesus fathered a child while he was on earth. This nonsense has got to stop! Jesus’ birth was not a mystery. It is well documented in the bible that he was conceived by the Holy Spirit through what is called the Immaculate Conception. The reason God had Jesus’ birth performed by the Holy Spirit and not through sexual intercourse was because by definition, that would classify his birth as incest! If we are God’s children, then sexual intercourse with God, who is our father who is in heaven, would be incest. Jesus came to earth to show in human form how God’s loves all his people – until death do we part! Jesus didn’t only show love to Mary, but also to his deceiver - Judas. The Holy Spirit revealed to me that the “disciple whom Jesus loved” mentioned in the Book of John was actually Judas. This means that during the last supper meal, the person that Jesus knew would betray him was actually laying in his bosom minutes before he announces to the room that his betrayer is actually among this crowd. This act shows that Jesus loves all people – good and bad. He loved Judas up to the very end. This “disciple that Jesus loved” is even found fishing in the boat with the other disciples. In fact, he was the first to recognize Jesus from the boat! And the disciples, who were trained by Jesus to love their enemies allowed him to continue with their group until Judas could no longer deal with his guilt and committed suicide. Jesus cared deeply for both good and bad alike. He cared for Mary because she cared deeply for him. To say that Jesus fathered a child with Mary is to say that he came to earth to “sow his royal oats” like in the movie Coming to America. This is ludicrous! That would mean that God has no sexual control. When God made Adam, he breathes his life soul into him. To birth Jesus, he used his Holy Spirit for consummation. After God created Adam, he created a wife for him from one of his ribs. If God also wanted a wife, he could have just made one for himself. To say that Jesus had to go through all that he had to because the ultimate goal of his mission was to come to earth and mate with a repentant sinner is crazy. Jesus’ Mother was a virgin. And Jesus is God. He could have made a virgin woman for himself to if that was what he wanted to do. To suggest that God has no sexual control or that he would deliberately commit incest with his own children is blasphemy! Although telling this lie may make money for some people, it doesn’t make any sense to me. And it must not continue! It’s an awful, awful lie and nothing more.
Now, since I have shown how the Last Supper relates to the Sator Square, I will show you how it connects even closer to Davinci’s portrait. The key word is EAT which is created from the letters E-A-T which corresponds to Jesus’ command to “take and eat” his body during communion. These letters are grouped in 4 sets around the letter N which we established represents Jesus. In Davinci’s portrait, he purposely paints the disciples in 4 groups of 3’s at the table with Jesus. I mentioned how the 3 paintings on the right were noticeably lower than the ones on the right. On the Sator Square, the letters E-A-T are not shown in a straight right-to left direction. Instead, they are in a slanting right to left angle, similar to the 3 interior paintings of Davinci’s portrait.
The table of the Sator Square is the two letter R’s that are positioned on both sides of the letter N. The way I see it, those letters represents a table for the “remission of sins” just as he preached. The two letter S’s are outside of the table which shows that the table is Holy unto the Lord. Jesus’ command to “eat” his body is in memorial to the 12 who “A-T-E” his body and drank his blood during the Lords Supper. Jesus is the missing 13th cup. The left over letters spell the word “poor” which references everyone to remember the poor, and that we are all children of the promise and are made in his image. Davinci’s painting did not have remnants of the lamb which should’ve been eaten because in the Sator Square, Jesus is the Lamb symbolized by the letter N, on the table that has “been prepared before your enemies” for repentance and the remission of sins.
THE CROSSES OF JESUS, PETER, THE POPE AND THE ROMAN EMPEROR CONSTANTINE
I want to begin this chapter by stating that I graduated from St. Augustine Senior High School, an All-Boys Catholic School located in the City of New Orleans. Although I was raised Southern Baptist, I loved attending school with my Catholic brothers who were taught to love Christ in a much different way than I was, so I want to make it perfectly clear that it is not my intention to insult the Catholic religion or anyone associated with it. However, I feel it is my duty to reveal everything that is hidden inside of the Sator Square, which was revealed to me by the Holy Spirit.
When I first began my journey, the Holy Spirit first revealed to me the letters A-R-E which creates a cross inside the Sacred Heart of Jesus. It also revealed to me how the same letters are located at the bottom right hand corner of the Sator Square, but it’s positioned upside down or in reversed order, to read as E-R-A. The Catholic faith has long considered Peter as the first Pope of their religion. When Peter was crucified, he specifically asked to be crucified upside down. I believe the E-R-A cross memorializes Peter’s crucifixion on the Sator Square because he specifically requested to be crucified in this manner so that he would not be memorialized in the same position as Jesus. I believe Peter was fully aware of the mysteries of the Sator Square which explains why he did not want his crucifixion performed in the same position as Jesus.
You must understand that this is Peter that we are talking about. This is the same guy whose trust in Jesus rewarded him with a large catch of fish simply from taking heed of his advice. Peter felt so ashamed of himself after catching that much fish that he told Jesus to “Go away from me, for I am a sinner.” So I believe asking to be crucified upside down fits Peter’s humble behavior. If he felt he was unworthy to receive simple fishing advice from Jesus, then I am quite certain he would have felt unworthy to be memorialized in the same position as Jesus on the Sator Square. Today, the Catholic Church displays an upside down cross of Peter’s crucifixion called the Cross of St Peter, but I say it is clearly the reverse cross of E-R-A, or should I say E-R-A-R! It’s evident that Peter was crucified in the E-R-A-R position, but was somehow moved in error to another location. Allow me to explain.
If you look at the A-R-E Cross of Jesus on the Sator Square, starting with the center letter which is the letter R, move on to the letter A, then return back to the letter R, and end at the letter E. This spells R-A-R-E which shows that the position of Jesus on the Sator Square is rare! Dictionary.com defines the word rare as meaning; unusually great and excellent, also unusual and uncommon. This proves that Jesus is clearly the Messiah! I don’t have to explain how rare a person Jesus was and is to this world, so let’s now move on to the other side of the Sator Square. Using the same method that created the word “RARE” Cross of Jesus, start at the center position with the letter P, and you will trace out the letters P-O-P-E which creates what I call, the Cross of the Pope. Unbelievable! The same method which shows that Jesus is the Messiah also shows how the word Pope was first created.
I actually discovered that the term “Pope” originated in the 3rd Century as a term for all bishops. The 3rd Century is the same century that the Bible was first created by Catholic Bishops and the Roman Emperor Constantine. I truly believe that this is also when the hidden secrets of the Sator Square were first revealed to all those who were responsible for assembling the bible. I believe that those same people concealed the Sator Square from the general public but inserted many hidden references to its identity within the lines of the bible. I actually believe there were many others outside of the council who were also aware of it and kept it secret for many centuries. One obvious group was the Knights Templars. The others were most likely past Popes, but specifically Pope Gregory VII.
Pope Gregory VII was the first to make the word Pope as his official title. In my research of the word Pope, I discovered that it means Papa, which equates to Father. Local ministers in the Catholic church are referred to as Fathers, and since the Pope is the Head Father, that explains how he selected the word Pope and made it as his title - a name which easily separates him from the other leaders of the church. The Pope also uses the title of “Vicarius Christi, meaning the Vicar of Christ. This title first originated in the 8th Century. Earlier Popes used the title, “Vicar of Saint Peter” as in the chief of the apostles. And this is the main part I want to point to which is the use of the title - Vicar of Christ. As long as the Pope is considered as the “chief of the apostles” I have no problem, but when it’s used to refer to him as the Vicar of Christ, I and many other people have a problem with that. Dictionary.com defines the word Vicar as a representative, deputy, or substitute, or anyone acting “in the person of” or agent for a superior. This means that the Pope is considered as the substitute - “in person of” – a rare Jesus Christ on earth. The bible records his instructions to his followers, specifically those who can be easily led astray by the wrong people, when he says in Luke 21:8, “Take heed that ye be not deceived, for many shall come in my name, saying “I am Christ” and “the time draweth near.” “Go ye not therefore after them.” This is not just one request to them, but it’s two. At one point he is saying do not believe anyone who says “he is the Christ” and he makes another point to say don’t follow anyone who tells you “the time is now, follow me,” as in Jim Jones, David Koresh, Adolph Hitler, and many others.
When Pope Gregory VII made the name an official title, many people today are totally unaware that at the time that he did it, there was actually another Pope serving in office at the same time, in the same position as he was! Yes! There were two popes in office. This other Pope is recognized today as the “Antipope,” as in Antipope Clement III by the Roman Catholic Church. It’s possible that Pope Gregory made the word Pope the official title of his papacy to demonstrate that he was the real pope, and his leadership was above this Antipope - Pope Clement III. By moving the original position of the Pope from the E-R-A-R position as the Apostle Peter, he put himself in a position that was above Pope Clement, but also as a direct extension underneath and/or possibly alongside the position as Jesus as it relates to the Sator Square. I said that because the word Pope is directly to the right of the RARE CROSS of Jesus and directly underneath it.
I stated all this to point out the position of the Pope on the Sator Square and how I believe this term was first created. I believe Pope Gregory knew about the hidden messages and positions inside the Sator Square. Although I can’t prove it 100%, somehow I just believe that he was aware of it. But just because I believe he knew about it, I don’t believe he should be considered as the Antichrist either. And neither am I calling all Popes – Antichrist. That’s not my objective at all, but the bible does say that “many have come” and have been viewed by the public as Antichrist, even as Antipope! However, I will go on record and say that Pope Clement V could definitely be viewed as a type of Antichrist for his role in executing the Knights Templars. If the Knights Templars did indeed hold the secrets of the Sator Square in their heads, then the only way to destroy its hidden secrets is by going directly to the source and eliminating them all! The Knights were the security safe that the secrets of the Sator Square were stored inside of so to destroy the secrets meant to destroy the safe.
When Jacques De Molay, the leader and Grand Master of the Knights Templar was slowly burned at the stake, he prophesied just before his death that God would avenge their deaths, and that Pope Clement and King Henry would both be dead within 1 year. History records that Pope Clement died first, and King Phillip died afterwards, each within 1 year of Jacques De Molay’s prophesy. Let me also state for the record that King Phillip’s bloodline was dissolved within 14 years of De Molay’s death. This is known as “The Accursed Kings” where four of King Phillip’s sons assumed his throne and all four died within a 14 year span, leaving none of his sons left to carry on his name.
In relation to the Sator Square, we now know how the word Pope originated and how it’s creation and positioning was done in error, so I believe the Catholic Church should return to calling the Pope, the Vicar of St Peter, essentially returning the position back to the E-R-A-R position of St. Peter, who was a humble apostle who felt unworthy enough to DIE as his true Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ. I know some will say, “How can I tell the Catholic Church what title is best to call their top minister?’ As I said earlier, I’m not here to place judgment on the Catholic church, but I feel that once others understand all the secrets of the Sator Square, the Pope’s positioning on it may cause dissention in the Christian faith for some. I believe this dissention is the very reason why it is taking so long for the world to unite as one body of Christ. Everyone speaking a different language, and not finding a common ground to unite together for the love of Christ. Jesus said in John 13:35 that “all people will know that you are my disciples if you have love for one another.” If all religions that love Jesus would unite and put away their past differences, and focus primarily on the bond that unites us all, which is Christ, then the world can be a better place.
It’s not that I chose to direct my attention solely at the Catholic church because it is one of the largest religions in the worlds, but it is because it is the only one that uses the “Pope” title to address its head minister of the church. A lot of people have a major problem with the title of the Pope means he is a living representative of Christ on Earth. We are all expected to live our lives as representatives of Christ on earth, but we don’t all call ourselves Pope either. Only one person on the face of the earth does so, and in relations to the Sator Square, that means his title is equal to, or as an extension of Jesus Christ. In the spirit of Paul in 1 Corinthians 5:21, we are not allowed to judge those outside of the church, but we are free to judge those within. All religions that believe in Jesus Christ as the one true Lord and Savior, is of the same religion regardless of whatever they call themselves.
In relation to the Sator Square, its obvious that Peter was not martyred in the “Pope” position , but in the “ERAR” position. To move Peter to the “Pope” position of the Sator Square, is actually placing Peter in an equal position across from or underneath him as a direct extension of Christ in the Sator Square. Since we also know that the title, “Vicar of Christ” says the Pope is Christ on Earth - Peter would’ve never taken that title or position– as long as he was alive. That’s why I stated that this title was placed upon him while he was DEAD just as Jesus told him it would happen someday.
Before Jesus ascended up to heaven, he told Peter what sort of death by which he would die to give God glory. I feel this is an obvious reference to Peter’s place on the Sator Square – vaguely hidden within the lines of the bible – in the 2 verses of John 21:18-19. Jesus told Peter “Truly I say to you, when you were young, you made yourself ready and went wherever you had a desire to go, but when you are old, you will put out your hands and another will make you ready, and you will be taken where you have no desire to go.” Now this he said, pointing out the sort of death by which he would give God glory.” The last line says that Jesus said this in order to inform Peter of what type of death he would die that would give God glory, but clearly, this first line speaks nothing about his death to me. Correct me if I am wrong, but the first line sounds as though Jesus is telling Peter that someone else will have to put on his clothes for him and will take him places he doesn’t want to go to when he’s old! This is a clever writing technique if one wants to conceal its true meaning indeed! That’s because, as I believe, if you simply replace the word young with the word alive, and the word old, with the word dead, then it changes the entire message of this verse and reveals a message that makes much more sense, as well as appropriately prophesy the type of death Peter will endure. Ergo, here is my interpretation - I REPEAT – this is my interpretation of what I believe these two verses say with the appropriate word changes.
“Truly I say to you when you are ALIVE, you made yourself ready and went wherever you had a desire to go (i.e.; when you will be called to die in my name, you will be ready and will even choose the direction in which you will die), but when you are DEAD, you will put out your hands (you will be crucified on the cross) and another will make you ready, and you will be taken where you have no desire to go (i.e.; someone will erroneously move you into the P-O-P-E position of the Sator Square, which is a place where you have no desire to go.) Now this he said, pointing out the sort of death by which he would give God glory.
Now, these two verses makes a lot more sense, as well as clearly describes Christ’s prophesy about the way Peter would die true – just by swapping out two words. You still don’t believe? Well, let me take it further!
In Luke 22:24-26, the disciples asked Jesus, “which of them should be accounted as the greatest,” and he told them, “The Kings of the Gentiles are Lords over them, and those who have authority are given names of honor. But let it not be so with you!” Peter accepted a leadership role in the church, but he would never have accepted a title which called him the Vicar of Christ. It disagrees with the teachings of Jesus, as well as the character of Peter, according to the bible. This is why Peter was not the first Pope. And neither was Paul, who most religious scholars considered the true founder of the Church in Rome. Acts 28:17 records Apostle Paul’s instructions to the “Chief Men of the Jews” in Rome. If this was Peter, couldn’t he have just said so? In later verses, Paul states that after talking with them, some were in agreement with what he said (or possibly what he showed them!), but some had their doubts. Hmmm? Could Paul possibly have shown them the Sator Square? He goes on by saying some will hear, and not understand what they heard, some will see, but not understand what they are seeing. Three of the gospels records where Jesus says something similar to this when asked why he spoke to them in parables. In verse 28, Paul then stresses, “be certain, then that the salvation of God is sent to the Gentiles, and they will give hearing.” I believe I am one of the Gentiles whom he spoke of who has seen, heard and understands clearly what the spirit is saying to the churches. And I hope everyone else who reads this book is able to see, hear, and understand everything the spirit has revealed to me.
The Cross of Constantine
And he bearing his cross went forth into a place called the place of a skull, which is called in the Hebrew Golgotha: Where they crucified him, and two others with him, on either side one, and Jesus in the midst. John 19:17-18
By blocking out the two words that conceal the word Pope, it actually shows where Jesus began construction of his new church. The letters that are not blocked out are the letters A-N-R-S and T. Unscramble it and it creates - N Start - which shows where Jesus was crucified and began constructing his throne among the living stones of his kingdom. Emperor Constantine’s Chi Rho symbol which was used to represent his empire actually points toward the location of Jesus on the Sator Square, as well as the two criminals he was crucified in between.
By turning the two letter P’s which make up the center of the P-O-P-E design, you create the same logo which Constantine claimed as his own. It’s rumored that the X and the P represents the first two letter of Jesus’ name in the Greek language. Notice that the letter P of each symbol points directly to the letter N, leading you to the exact spot where Jesus was crucified on the Sator Square.
I used the blank space created from removing the letters P-O-P-E of this design and created a skull and cross bone symbol. I did this because the 4 letter O’s just seemed to scream out to me that these 4 letters are eyes – as though they are witnesses. But who were the witnesses and what did they witness? The witnesses are represented by the two letter R’s which are the Roman soldiers that oversaw the crucifixion of and testified that Jesus was surely a righteous man.
Jesus said where your heart is, there will your treasure be also. The skull and cross bone symbol has been used by pirates long after the crucifixion of Jesus. It was used as flags on their ships and also on their maps to mark where their buried treasure was located. Living in Tampa Bay, Home to the Tampa Bay Buccaneers, seeing a skull and cross bones around my neighborhood is nothing new to me, but on the Sator Square it is. It not only shows me Jesus’ location on the Sator Square but it fulfills an age old vision of dry bones coming to life. Wow! That’s right. Now the letter E can be turned to represent the letter W to create the word WOW! This is the location of Golgotha on the Sator Square.
Jesus was crucified between two criminals outside of Jerusalem on a hill call Golgotha, a Greek word meaning “A Place of a Skull.” While they were on the cross, the bible says that one of the criminals railed on Jesus, while the other one rebuked that man while bearing his own cross, even declaring that they - both of the criminals - were guilty of their crimes and that Jesus was totally innocent of his. This criminal believed in Jesus and asked him to remember him on the day he enters into his kingdom. At that moment, Jesus declared to him that “Today shalt thou be with me in paradise.”
So to me, “A Place of a Skull” marks the spot of the one criminal who believed in Jesus from his location on the cross. All three men were marked for death, but on the place of a skull, which is a dry bone, marks where Jesus was crucified and first began to preach to those that sleep. The Prophet Ezekiel envisioned a valley full of dry bones that was scattered everywhere. God asked him if these dry bones could become people again. Ezekiel told him “only you Lord know the answer.” God gave Ezekiel the words to speak to the dry bones and he did. The bones came back together, then formed muscle and flesh over the bones, but the bodies did not have any breath inside of them. God then tells Ezekiel to call on the four winds of the earth so that they may breathe upon the dry bones and give them life. The winds then rushed in and the bones stood up to form a very large army of the Lord.
This story was meant for the people of Israel concerning God’s promise for them to return home to their own land, but I see this same story, in relation to Jesus as the first day he started building his kingdom on earth for all people. Jesus spoke to dry bones that were alive, dying, and dead. Here, he speaks to a dry bone who was also a criminal being crucified on the cross next to him. His blood seeped into the ground of Golgotha and began to put the muscle and flesh that Ezekiel prophesied over the dry bones in the ground which slept and to those who witnessed his crucifixion that would eventually spread the message of his death across the world. Man was made from the dust of the earth so the blood from his death covers us all – just like his Sacred Heart symbol. 50 days after Jesus was crucified, the Holy Spirit first descended upon the disciples and will continue to spread out across the four corners of the earth to build a vast army of disciples for the Lord.
After Ezekiel’s vision, God told him to take two sticks, which represented the broken house of Israel, and put them together in his hands so that they would become one stick. These two sticks are the cross upon which Jesus died on. Today, I believe this story represents God’s desire that the House of Israel and the world finally come together as one, each united under the ensign of one God and his son Jesus. God promised to place his Temple among us forever. The day Jesus died on the cross, he became the ensign and the cornerstone of the Third Temple. Every dry bone that feels his spirit will become living stones that will connect to him and build the temple God always desired for his people to live in since the days of the Garden of Eden. And that temple is the temple of our bodies that are united in prayer and praise to the Lord.
The Roman government set the day and place that Jesus would be crucified. 300 years later, the Roman Emperor Constantine had a revelation where Jesus came to him and gave him this XP symbol to use as a mark that identified his association to him. Constantine put this mark on everything – even his military’s armor, shields, and flags. Constantine was definitely an idol worshipping dry bone that was touched by the Holy Spirit. After he was visited by the Holy Spirit, he was so inspired that he is also the person who initiated the creation of the Holy Bible which we all read today. I guess you can say that he is also the original publisher of the most printed book ever created in the world. God’s ways are not man’s ways for real! God allowed the same government which orchestrated the crucifixion of Jesus Christ to also become the same government to orchestrate the creation of the Holy Bible. This is repentance on steroids! This is repentance that has shifted from an individual level to a national level, and continues to expand on a world-wide level. The theme of the bible is completely about the life and times of Jesus Christ. How ironic is it that God chose the same government that assembled its military to crucify Jesus on the cross to also become the same government that would assemble more men to create the bible and now use it’s military, which now bore this insignia from Jesus, to spread the Sator Square all around the bunkers and walls of every city they traveled to. They even donated a portion of Roman land to the movement of Christianity, the same movement that Jesus was crucified for creating. Vatican City, which is a country within the country of Italy, was donated to the Pope from the Roman Government. This city is now the Headquarters of the Catholic faith, the largest body of members to the Christian faith in the world. The Cross broadly displayed on the chest of the Pope spells atonement. Was Jesus’ visit to Constantine a way to get him to publicly atone for the sins committed by his government? The Lord works in mysterious ways indeed!
THE CALL OF ABRAM
God had told Abram, “Leave your own country behind you, and your own people, and go the land I will guide you to. If you do, I will cause you to become the father of a great nation. I will bless you and make your name famous and you will be a blessing to many others. I will bless those who bless you and curse those who curse you and the entire world will be blessed because of you. Genesis 12:1-3
You just read how Jesus called Constantine and gave him a symbol which visibly represented his connection to Christ and how that calling helped spread Christianity across the earth, but now let’s look at how God’s call for Christianity started from the beginning with the Call of Abram, who would later be renamed Abraham. In the Sator Square, the letters A-R-E-P-O conceals the Call of Abraham. By using the Ezekiel Wheel Method, the letter E is converted to a letter M and the letter P is converted to a letter b. Unscramble the letters and Arepo becomes A-R-m-b-O which can be used to spell “O, AbRAm.” This same calling can also be achieved by the word OPERA also.
Looking closer at the words opera and arepo, they create a hash tag or pound sign which extends to the north, south, east, and west directions. God told Abram that the world would be blessed because of him and this symbol shows God’s promise to the world as it wraps around the earth. What’s uncanny is that as a pound sign, it represents the symbol on the telephone which is used to communicate with people across the world. When referred to as a hash tag symbol, it represents the symbol used for the world to communicate together online on social networks like Twitter. It’s as if God is using this symbol today to communicate with all the descendants of Abram through the Sator Square as you would on Twitter as #OAbram. Coincidence? I think not!
The telephone spurred Twitter which has become a primary line of communication that the “NET ERA” uses to communicate across the globe with each other daily. It allows information from one continent to travel quickly across the world and as fast as local information did in the past. If the Apostle Paul was alive today, he would most likely use Twitter to communicate to the 7 churches, which I believe today would be the 7 continents of the world! Yes, during Paul’s day, the 7 churches were the 7 seeds of the Christian church which has now grown to the 7 continents that make up the world. The world is where God always intended to build his church and the 7 continents are the foundation for his church.
It’s time for the churches of the world to unite and use technology like Twitter to spread the Good News! The devil has made use of internet technology to spread pornography across the world for free. Prostitutes no longer need pimps! They can market themselves from the safety of their home away from dark alleys and eyes of the public. And the John’s that utilize their services also can locate the girls of their liking without driving around in those dark alley ways from the comfort of their own homes. Even drug dealers are now accepting credit cards from services like Paypal and Square to collect money for drugs. But what has the church done? Besides showing live services, collecting donations, and selling books and videos online, it hasn’t really done much to take advantage of this technology.
It could use Twitter and hash tag the number of people that committed themselves to Christ (#Saved). It could say how many conquered their addictions (#Freefrombondage). It could say how many marriages were performed (#JustMarried) and much, much more. The FBI tracks sinful crime statistics across the nation but the church doesn’t track the statistics of those that have been blessed. If all the world’s Christian believers would unite on Twitter and began spreading the good news, the Kingdom of God would be “trending” 24 hours a day! And not #hatemyshoes or #hatemyhair or any other useless information that’s trending out there now. The Sator Square was revealed during the Net Era for a reason and a divine purpose. And that’s to create a world that’s united under one banner for Jesus. Amen!
THE CREATION OF ADAM AND THE THREE SHEPHERDS OF ARCADIA PAINTINGS
THE THREE SHEPHERDS OF ARCADIA
“For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I will put my laws into their mind, and on their heart also will I write them, and I will be to them a God, and they shall be to me a people. And they shall not teach every man his fellow-citizen, and every man his brother, saying, Know the Lord, for all shall know me, from the least to the greatest of them. For I will be merciful to their iniquities, and their sins will I remember no more. In that he saith, a new covenant he hath made the first old. Hebrews 8-10-13
It’s been said that a picture is worth a thousands words. Let me try once more to explain a very famous and mysterious portrait in 1000 words or less. This portrait is obviously religious and in reference to the Sator Square. It is a portrait called The 3 Shepherds of Arcadia. They each have staffs in their hands. God said that “he would write his laws into their minds and on their heart, and then remember their sins no more.” This painting depicts God doing just that on what looks like a tombstone. His shadow creates the shape of the N-E-T-S heart of the Sator Square. 2nd Timothy 2:19 quotes “God’s solid foundation stands firm, having this inscription: the Lord knows those who are his.” And this is why he is writing it in stone! Remember, inside the N-E-T-S heart is the cross of Jesus, which is the A-R-E cross. So by creating a heart, it includes the mark of those who are marked as his “property” inside of it. The portrait shows God writing a new covenant with his people on the coffin that will be buried containing their past sins. As he says, he will remember their past sins no more. That’s why he is burying their sins in the grave.
Now, the other two shepherds represent the remaining entities of the Trinity. The shepherd in red with his foot on what resembles a tree stump is none other than Jesus Christ. He is seen pointing at the heart, in reference to the ARE marking of those which are HIS and GOD’S. I’m sure you’re wondering why is his foot on a tree stump? It was prophesied in Isaiah 11:1 that “there will come a rod out of the broken tree of Jesse, and a branch out of his roots will give fruit.” This undoubtly is Jesus. Why would a tree stump be so close to a coffin? The coffin was deliberately drawn there to represent Jesus as the rod which will shoot out of the broken tree of Jesse. The red attire represents his blood which was shed for us.
The third shepherd is the Holy Spirit. How do I know, well, of the four people in the painting, this shepherd is the only person without any shoes on! The Holy Spirit would be the only entity that would not require any shoes.
The woman in the portrait represents the earth as the heavenly body of the church which includes the Jews and the Gentiles. She is clothed with the sun and water. Revelation speaks of a woman that is clothed with the sun that will be chased and attacked by the Devil. This woman is in labor and gives birth to a child. In the portrait, this woman is standing with her hand on the back of Jesus in a motherly way. So I will call her Mother Earth. Genesis 1:2 says “the earth was made waste and without form; and it was dark on the face of the deep and the Spirit of God was moving on the face of the waters. And God said, let there be light and there was light.” The blue clothing represents the Spirit of God moving upon the face of the blue waters of the earth and the yellow clothing represents the “light” that is given from the sun. Like I said before, Jesus created everything new and this painting depicts a new heaven, a new earth, and a new covenant. Having said all this, I want you to now look at Isaiah 11:1 & 2 once again. It says “a branch out of his roots will give fruit. And the spirit of the Lord will be resting on him.” The woman is the only human that can physically “bear fruit.” That’s why I believe this woman is the New Earth that will branch out of Jesus and bear many fruit. Her hand which is placed on his back symbolizes the earth as a branch that is connected to Jesus.
Now, as for the writing on the coffin, it says “Et in Arcadia,” which means, “Even in Arcadia, I am.” Arcadia is a city in Greece and is sometimes referenced as a mythical place. But to me, the reference of “I AM” takes me back to the time of Moses. God told Moses to tell the Children of Israel that “I Am” hath sent me to you.
And it’s as though God is saying whether in Egypt or Arcadia, I Am is here for you in this land also.
I feel that this portrait was a way of the artist admitting that he was also aware of the Sator Square. Maybe he was or even heard about it from a former Knights Templar. This painting is actually the second painting of the same title, yet this one, and only this one, has several hidden messages disguised in it. This tells me that when he created the first painting, he didn’t know of the Sator Square, but after hearing of its secrets, he decided to paint a portrait of the trinity and the Sacred Heart of the Sator Square. God told the Children of Israel that he was “I AM” and as the portrait says, I AM is here in Arcadia and anywhere else this painting is hung! To me, this says everywhere his followers are, I AM is there too!
I believe the artist was notifying those who were aware of the secrets of the Sator Square that also located in Arcadia, there are other believers that know its secrets who are now living in the city also. Once the church were aware of the Sator Square and what it meant, it was no longer safe to continue writing it on walls. To change up, they began writing the hidden symbols contained within it like the Jesus Fish or the Sacred Heart.
THE CREATION OF ADAM PAINTING
.
If I drive out demons by the finger of God, then the Kingdom has come to you. Luke 11:20
The above photo is one from the Sistine Chapel painted by Michelangelo. It is called the Creation of Adam. If you have just a shred of religious history in you, then you can clearly see that this photo has nothing to do with the original creation story of Adam. I’m of course talking about the same Adam that God formed out of the dust of the earth and blew his breath on him which gave him life. After God created Adam, he then placed him in the Garden of Eden. If you look at this photo, it does not have any shrubbery or plant life in the painting. It amazes me that religious leaders and followers over many centuries have never questioned why this painting is not in line with what’s printed in the bible about the recorded creation of Adam. This painting was commissioned by Pope Julius by Michelangelo under the title of the Creation of Adam. All believers can see that this story is incorrect, so did the church lie to the people by naming this painting the Creation of Adam? Why name a photo that is out of line with the printed word of God with a painting from the artistic expression of Michelangelo?
That’s because the church did not lie. It just was not specific as to which Adam it refers to. I believe this painting is in fact about the creation of Adam, but just not the first Adam from the book of Genesis in the creation story. This is about Jesus, the second Adam and his creation of the New Heaven and earth. 1 Corinthians 15:45 & 47 describes the two Adams as “The first man Adam became a living being; the last Adam became a life-giving Spirit. The first man was from the earth and made of dust; the second man is from heaven.” Now knowing all we know about Peter’s vision of the canvas sheet of animals from the Chinese Zodiac coming down from heaven which has Jesus inside drawing all men to himself, including the devil, Michelangelo painted the perfect living portrait of Peter’s Vision on the rooftop which includes the second Adam descending to the earth.
In his painting, Michelangelo paints Jesus as the world would perceive God to look like. Jesus and God are one, so it’s as if the one image contains both. The image of God the father is actually Jesus, the son, or should I say, the last Adam. The people inside the canvas are the animals of Peter’s vision, which we learned earlier are not really animals but are all the people of the earth. The people inside the canvas sheet all look like young people. Jesus says we should have the mind of a child in order to enter into the kingdom, and this painting stirs up that image of young minds. There are 12 people inside the canvas sheet. Each person represents each month of the Chinese Zodiac. The Chinese Zodiac contains a sign for the dragon, which I believe represents the devil. The figure I’d assume in the sheet which is the Dragon or the Devil, is the figure that is underneath God and has his back exposed. His face is turned away from God. The Creation of Adam portrait is actually a real life painting of Peter’s rooftop vision, but involves the last Adam drawing all men to himself. As the opening verse says, “If I can drive out demons with the finger of God, then the Kingdom has come to you. The guy originally thought of as Adam is an uninhibited believer of Christ who is patiently awaiting God’s return. If you can believe that God can cast out demons with his finger, then you can also believe that he can give you eternal life with just a touch of his finger also. To me, Michelangelo clearly concealed the real message of Peter’s Vision on the roof top which captures the day when Jesus draws everyone to him including the Devil. I believe the space between Jesus’ finger and the man’s finger represents the amount of time that’s remaining to give our lives over to Christ before it’s too late. Jesus is coming for us all – good or bad. The amount of space between the two fingers is for us all to reflect, and seriously ask ourselves if we will be ready on the day that Jesus returns.
U WILL UNDERSTAND
IT ALL IN THE END
Behold, I stand at the door, and knock. If any man hears my voice, and opens the door, I will come in to him and will sup with him, and he with me. To him that overcometh will I grant to sit with me in my throne, even as I also overcame, and am set down with my Father in his throne. Revelation 3:21
At the beginning of this book, I promised that you will understand it all by the end of the book. Well, we’re nearing the end, so that means I have some explaining to do. First of all, this message is really quite simple to translate, but to me, it the most special of all. Out of all the images and designs the Sator Square creates, this one will PERSONALLY mean a lot more to you and I will tell you why. First, let’s start with what Jesus says in the opening verse. Here, he is saying, you don’t have to look far to find him. He’s is very near you. In fact, he is so near, that he is at the door, knocking, and calling out to you! If you are able to hear his voice, and respond to his call, he will come inside and commune with you in your time of need. If you remain committed to him, then on Judgment Day, he will draw you up to heaven (i.e.; Peter’s rope nets) and grant you permission to sit down with him and his Father on the throne!
Now, I told you about the Ezekiel’s Wheel Method, which allows you to spin letters within the Sator Square to create additional letters. We also established that Jesus, his chosen people, his throne, and his father’s throne are symbolized with the letter N at the center of the square. If you take this same letter N and revert it to a lower case letter n (which I believe symbolizes Jesus’ coming down to earth and reverting to a human form), and then turn that letter around 180 degrees, you will create the letter “u”. And yes, this u is actually meant to symbolize - you on the throne! This is sort of like a sneak peek for you to imagine “yourself” set down in a place that has been promised to you. If you overcome – a seat with Jesus on the throne – is also a part of your inheritance! Just as I said a dog trains you to see Jesus, imagine the next time you are sitting in your throne, or recliner at home, and are petting your dog on your lap. Think of your dog as yourself sitting on Jesus’ lap as he wipes away every tear from your eye! Your dog loves for you to care for him while you are on your throne and Jesus longs to care for you on his throne.
The bible records where Moses reminded God that the Jews are “thy people and thine inheritance, which thou broughtest out by thy mighty power and by thy stretched out arm.” With stretched out arms, Jesus came down from heaven and died on the cross to bring us all out from darkness, and into his marvelous light! The “u” in the Sator Square represents all those that he gave his life for, which is you, me, he, she, us, them and we – those who believe that we are Jesus’ beloved inheritance in his Father’s kingdom. It’s also a beautiful thing to see that we actually share the same position with his chosen people and are totally equal in God’s eyes! Jesus says in Mark 3:24-25 that “if a kingdom is divided against itself, that kingdom cannot stand. If a house is divided against itself, that house cannot stand.” That’s like saying heaven will be divided by those that believe in God the Father on one side, and those that believe in God and his son Jesus on the other. That would cause division and as his word clearly says, “That house cannot stand.” Would God build a heaven that wouldn’t last?
“I have sworn an oath by my holiness; I will not lie to David. His offspring will continue forever, his throne like the sun before me, like the moon established forever, a faithful witness in the sky. Selah (God has spoken) Psalms 89:36
Looking at the image of “Peters Sun” combined with the image of “U” at the center shows the foundation upon which the New City will be built on. And that is the Father and the Son together, along with their prophets and citizens all together as one big happy family.
Now I also want you to take notice of how this “u” shaped smile is similar to Sara’s smile on the Sator Square, which we learned is in memory of her lasting memory of God’s promise that she would give birth to a child in her old age. She laughed because she thought that this was a ridiculous promise that would never come true. And the smile God uses for the promise he’s made to us resembles Sarah’s because he knows many people do not believe there is a heaven. And some of those that do believe, do not feel that they will ever be accepted by God to get inside. But, God knows our hearts and this smile is used to cheer up his faithful believers and his faithful doubters. I guess that’s why the bible says that God is married to the backslider. God uses this same smile to represent the people that know in their heart that there is a heaven and will rejoice the moment they see Jesus, as well as for those who will have a reaction just like Sara, a person who remained faithful to her husband and the House of God, yet still waited, unsure if his promise would ever appear. When these faithful doubters are able to get to heaven, they will laugh and cry alongside of the faithful believers the day the truth is finally revealed!
THE UNRECOGNIZED MIRACLE
And the scribes and Pharisees brought unto him a woman taken in adultery; and when they had set her in the midst, They say unto him, Master, this woman was taken in adultery, in the very act. Now Moses in the law commanded us, that such should be stoned; but what sayest thou? This they said, tempting him, that they might have to accuse him. But Jesus stooped down, and with his finger wrote on the ground, as though he heard them not. So when they continued asking him, he lifted up himself, and said unto them, He that is without sin among you, let him cast a stone at her. And again, he stooped down, and wrote on the ground. John 8:3-8
This passage relates to the Sator Square because it deals with a miraculous act that Jesus performs which has been widely unrecognized as a miracle. Just as the Sator Square has been historically unrecognized as a religious symbol, this story allows me to point out what other facts have been unrecognized. Jesus was the unrecognized Messiah, the scribes and Pharisees are the unrecognized false prophets of the story, and the act that Jesus bestowed on the adulterous woman is what I call the Unrecognized Miracle of Jesus Christ. The scribes and Pharisees caught a man and woman in the act of adultery. According to the Laws of Moses, “the man that committeth adultery with another man’s wife, even he that committeth adultery with his neighbor’s wife, the adulterer and the adulteress shall surely be put to death” (Leviticus 20:10). Jesus was challenged with this law and told to cast his judgment on the woman only. But instead of responding to them, Jesus stooped down and wrote on the ground. Jesus understood that the law applied to both man and woman, and since the man was not present, he recused himself from casting punishment on just the woman. Jesus never denied that the woman was guilty of her sin. Instead, he allowed her punishment to be initiated by a jury of her peers – who were all sinners! Jesus said that “he that is without sin among you, let him cast the first stone at her.” That means the entire crowd could have thrown rocks at her if only one person in the crowd who was without sin decided to pronounce judgment on her and cast his stone first. The only “he” that we know of that was without sin among them was Jesus Christ and he decided not to do so. This is why I call this act that Jesus bestowed on this woman as his Unrecognized Miracle because if he had followed the laws of Moses and decided to be her judge and executioner, he would have had to cast the first stone, and then everyone else could follow through and throw stones at her also, but Judge Jesus recused himself from administering punishment out of love because he knew that the “false prophets” pretending to seek judgment for her act were really only challenging his knowledge of the law. They wanted him to administer punishment required by the law with only one half of the guilty party present. So that is why Jesus did not deny that she was guilty of sin. He simply refused to administer the other half of the law which says her punishment begins when the first stone is thrown. He modified the law in the middle of her sentencing to be executed by “the first stone being cast by the one person who is without sin.”
That’s why in the Sator Square, the design I perceive of the false prophets at this trial is the American dollar sign symbol, because it displays the motives of the false prophet and tells only half the story of Jesus and the kingdom of God. The dollar sign symbol touches upon “the way” to Jesus from the north and south directions on the Sator Square, but not the east and west directions. It traces the word perene which means everlasting in Latin, while covering the letter E’s which represents the gates to the temple and heaven, as well as the letter N which represents Jesus, the throne, water, fish, and the kingdom, but the story ends right there. By not touching upon the testimony of the cross to the east and west, it shows that all are not welcomed - only those who can locate the way from the north and south gates. This is what a false prophet is all about. They will tell you certain facts about Jesus, baptism, and heaven, but also lead you to believe that you can only pay your way into heaven with tithes and offerings in order to have an everlasting life with Jesus. They will fail to tell you the whole story of Jesus, like his ability to also forgive sins free of charge like he did with the adulterous woman or the criminal on the cross, but never fail to talk about the half of his ministry that deals with money. What about the poor, the poor in spirit, and those persecuted for righteousness sake? Jesus said their inheritance is the kingdom of heaven! No one needs money to purchase their inheritance – it’s your right! Jesus said in John 17:3 that the way to eternal life is that we “know the only true God and Jesus Christ, whom you have sent.” If you first strive to truly know Jesus, you will eventually understand tithing, offerings, caring for the poor, sick, widows, and even family! The dollar sign shows a kingdom that’s divided and every kingdom divided against itself is brought to desolation.
Jesus says in Matthew 7:5-16 to “Beware of false prophets, which come to you in sheep’s clothing, but inwardly they are ravening wolves. Ye shall know them by their fruits.” What he is saying is that they will look the part and speak the part on the outside, but inside they are not what they may look and sound like. To recognize them, look at the fruit that they produce. Tithes and offerings are the fruit of the people’s sacrifices that are meant to help people in need and to build up the church community. Jesus uses fruit as his example because they are the seeds of a tree. One fruit produces multiple seeds that can create many more trees. So if you’re only giving money to a church, but don’t see any new seeds being planted or fruitful ministries being produced – beware! The pastor of your church just may be a false prophet.
The Unrecognized Miracle of Jesus officially takes place when he recused himself at the trial of this adulterous woman and chose not to punish her. I have researched and “Googled” relentlessly every list consisting of the total number of blessings of Jesus Christ and I have not found any that includes where Jesus recused himself from casting punishment on this woman was considered as a miracle. Forgiveness of sins is a miracle! If Jesus had decided that he was going to throw out the first stone, this woman would have died and it would have been perfectly legal under the law, but because he chose not to cast a stone, she lived. Many say this was not a miracle because Jesus didn’t do anything – saying he didn’t even cast judgment - but they’re wrong. He did cast a guilty verdict against the woman. He actually authorized her execution, but he was not going to be the person that initiated it. Jesus demonstrated that we all have sinned and fallen short of the glory. All it took was for one person who was without sin to toss the first stone and she would have died, but since there weren’t any sinless people in the crowd around besides Jesus, she was spared. Jesus proved to the crowd that he was the true Messiah by not casting judgment on her. In John 12:47, Jesus said “for I came not to judge the world, but to save the world.” He proved this statement true by choosing not to cast the first stone.
The last thing I want to point out about the Unrecognized Miracle is when Jesus actually writes in the dust-. People have long wondered about what it was that Jesus wrote in the sand that made the people drop their stones and walk away. But to me, the story is not about what he writes, but the fact that he writes! This story of the adulterous woman involves Jesus writing not once, but twice. And it is the only story that mentions him ever writing anything!
On the surface, it seems that Jesus is just writing in the dust, but don’t forget that man originated from dust. Genesis 3:19 records how God told Adam and Eve that “for dust thou art, and unto dust shalt thou return.” The Old and New Testaments records God’s promise to one day write his laws into our hearts and into our minds. At the judgment of the Adulterous Woman, he did both – twice! I believe the first time he stooped down was to write his laws into our hearts. He let them reflect on the question at hand. The second time, he stooped down to put his laws into our minds. If they didn’t pay attention to him writing in the dust the first time, it definitely was instilled in their heads the second time. Each time he stooped represented the two tables or tablets that he used to write the Ten Commandments that were given to Moses. That’s why the people walked away, they realized that everyone present was guilty of some type of sin on those tablets and felt great compassion for her. The older folks, who probably carried the most sins left first, followed afterwards by the younger folks.
I relate this story and its events to the Sator Square because this story as a whole relates to Jesus initiating a new way to judge others and that’s by forgiveness. He set the example for us all to follow. This story relates to what else is unrecognized in the bible because just as this miracle has long been overlooked, it relates to the Sator Square also being overlooked as a religious symbol and why I feel that it was possibly written and created by Jesus Christ.
Many say that Jesus stooped down and made a drawing of his Jesus Fish symbol in the dust, but if that’s true, the Sator Square contains a Jesus Fish also. It also contains a heart symbol which I believe, as it relates to this story, represents how Jesus’ Sacred Heart which protects all of his believers. The Sator Square represents a lot of things that relate to Jesus Christ and the bible, which is why I believe it’s quite possible that the day Jesus writes in the dust is the same day he also wrote the Sator Square in our hearts and in our minds.
The bible mentions many miracles performed by Jesus which involves the blind receiving sight, the lame walking, the deaf hearing, resurrection of the dead, and lepers being healed, but this act of forgiveness that Jesus performed has not been counted as a miracle and needs to be counted ASAP! Forgiveness of sins is a miracle! This woman was essentially on Death Row and Jesus was the Judge that sentenced her to death and also the Governor that called the warden, stopped her execution, and pardoned her of all her sins. Any convicted criminal waiting on Death Row today will tell you that this act was definitely a miracle. But maybe that’s why the world only sees this as a great symbolic gesture, and not as a miracle, but that why it’s said that miracles are in the eyes of the beholder. If you were on Death Row and the Governor pardoned you of a crime that you were guilty of, you would definitely see this act as a miracle from above! And forgiveness of sins is one of the greatest miracles that Jesus offers to us all everyday, but I find it strange that it has never been counted as one of the wonderful miracles that Jesus gives to all that seek him.
THE UNACKNOWLEDGED POSITION
“No man can serve two masters, for either he will hate the one, and love the other, or he will be devoted to the one and despise the other. You cannot serve God and money.” Matthew 6:24
The “silentific evidence” inside this verse relates directly to the disciple whom Jesus loved – Judas the Betrayer. Many people, religious leaders, as well as Jesus’ very own disciples cannot wrap their minds around the fact that Jesus could ever possibly love Judas. Judas was the disciple Jesus specifically chose as his example to the world to prove just how deep and expansive his love truly is. If you are willing to allow me to explain just how the Holy Spirit revealed to me that Jesus dearly loved his betrayer, you will see that it will not hurt or damage the story of Jesus, but will ultimately expand his story as our one true Lord and Savior.
The diagram above paints a picture that shows why it is impossible for one man to serve two masters. The heart that is turned upwards displays a heart that is turned towards God. Inside of this heart are the letters A-R-E-N which creates another hidden “Jesus Fish” symbol. The word Aren means lamb in the Greek language. Together this means that inside of the Sacred Heart are the people of the Lamb of God, but those people are not pointing up, but instead in the opposite direction of God. The diagram of the other heart that is turned away from God also has the same Lamb of God, but it is turned towards God and heaven. This painting illustrates the directions of the good heart that’s turned toward God and of an evil heart that’s turned towards the devil. Jesus said that you can’t serve two masters and I believe this diagram showcases exactly why this is impossible and directly connects to Jesus and the disciple whom he loved.
Earlier, I mentioned that God told Moses that he has “set before you life and death, blessing and cursing; therefore choose life.” Jesus demonstrated this verse between his disciples Peter and Judas. Simon Peter was chosen as the foundation of the church because the Holy Spirit revealed to him that Jesus was the Son of God. This made him very special in Jesus’ eye which is why he renamed him as Peter the Rock and specifically prayed for his protection from the Devil. When Peter denied Christ, Jesus returned and redeemed him so that he could continue to help his brothers. As he said himself in Luke 19:10, “For the son of man is come to seek and to save that which was lost.” But, the story that I believe which has been greatly unacknowledged (just liked the Sator Square) is that Jesus dearly loved Judas.
John 13:1 begins by pointing out that “he loved them to the end.” At the time of this statement, Judas was still apart of the group. Peter and Judas were both leaders that Jesus selected to serve as examples to the rest of the Apostles – one for good and the other for evil. Peter was his example in faith, and Judas was his example in honesty. In the end, Peter represented life and blessing, and Judas represented death and cursing. They each had crucial decisions to make, but Peter wisely chose life each time and Judas foolishly chose death.
Jesus knew from the moment that he had picked Judas that he would betray him. It was even prophesied that he would do so before Jesus was ever born:
“While I was with them in the world, I kept them in thy name, those that thou gavest me I have kept, and none of them is lost, but the son of perdition; that the scripture might be fulfilled,” John 17:12.
Judas, the son of perdition, was also the treasurer for Jesus. Putting trust in someone that you know is evil and will eventually betray you does not seem like a good idea to anyone. But to show his love for us all, Jesus gave what can be considered as one of the most treasured positions in the church – the handling of the tithes and offerings – which are the physical sacrifices of the believers of the church to the guy who would later betray him. In the Old Testament, Moses represented God to the people and Aaron was the priest who accepted their sacrificial offerings. So, using this same analogy, Jesus was God to the people and Judas served in an official capacity as one of his priest who accepted and managed the offerings and sacrifices of the people. The bible doesn’t mention what was Judas’ profession before he became a disciple, but he had to have been well respected and good in accounting. Matthew was noted as a tax collector so I’m sure that he was good at managing money, but Judas was selected and placed in this position above him because Jesus wanted to show the world what a professional, well respected false prophet looks, acts, and sounds like. Judas was handpicked by Jesus to prove his theory of why no man can serve two masters.
In Leviticus 10:10, God instructed Aaron to “put difference between holy and unholy, and between unclean and clean.” Jesus selected 12 disciples made up of the clean and unclean, and made this distinction of the holy and unholy by giving control of the offerings and sacrifices to the person who was deemed unclean from the very beginning. Why? Because Judas served as the perfect example to the world to differentiate the clean from the unclean and the holy from the unholy - starting from the highest level within the church on down. None of the disciples ever suspected Judas as the unclean among them while Jesus was alive. Jesus told the disciples that one of his disciples was the devil and they couldn’t figure out who this person was. I believe Judas probably was the least considered of the 12 because he held such a high position of honor within the ministry that they couldn’t possibly think that it was him. It’s not until Jesus is crucified that they become disappointed with Judas. How do I know? Well, because the bible tells me so.
In each of the four gospels, Judas’ character is first introduced to us as the betrayer. That’s like telling a murder mystery story and identifying the “killer” at the beginning of the movie! But each of the four Gospels does this, which tells me that even as they were writing, they never truly accepted the fact that the very person who would betray Jesus actually ate, drank, slept, and had his feet washed by the Messiah was living among them all that time. However, I do believe that the only one who truly grasped on to a small portion of Jesus’ message was John. His style of writing tells me that he didn’t completely understand why Jesus loved Judas knowing that he would eventually betray him, but he obviously felt compelled to make it known to the rest of the world that even though he didn’t know why, he had to let us know that Jesus definitely “loved him.” 5 times John mentions “the disciple that Jesus loved” instead of directly referencing this disciple by name. The 1st time was in reference to the one who was leaning on Jesus’ bosom during the Last Supper that asked Jesus who would betray him. The 2nd time was in reference to the one who was standing next to Jesus’ Mother during the crucifixion. The 3rd time was in reference to the first disciple to reach Jesus’ tomb. The 4th time was in reference to the first disciple to recognize Jesus from the boat. And the 5th time was in reference to when Peter asks Jesus what would happen to the disciple whom he hand fed and also leaned on his breast at supper and said, “Lord, which is he that betrayeth thee?”
The Holy Spirit instructed me to solve the mystery in the same spirit of the Sator Square – by handling all of the evidence just like a wheel. Instead of finding out who the disciple Jesus loved from the beginning, I was to solve the mystery in reverse. From that point, I would find out the reason why Peter asked about “the disciple Jesus loved” before he ascended up to heaven.
5th - John 21:15-19 records how Jesus asked Peter whether he loved him three times. After Peter says yes each time, Jesus tells him what type of death he should die which would glorify God and to continue to “follow me.” The next verse describes how Peter then turned around and saw “the disciple whom Jesus loved” following, which was also the same disciple who leaned on Jesus’ breast at supper. Peter asked Jesus “what shall this man do?” Now ask yourself, why would Peter specifically ask about this man and not the other 10 disciples unless this person also held a high leadership position in the ministry like himself? Jesus just finished telling Peter what type of death he would die that should glorify God and Peter now asks Jesus what kind of death this man would die. Why is Peter concerned about the type of death that this man would die that would honor God? Verse 23 says Jesus basically told Peter, “what is that to thee? You follow me.” Then all the disciples discussed among themselves that “this disciple Jesus loved” will not die. Die? This statement proves to me that Peter really asked Jesus what type of death would this man “die” that should glorify God. That’s what he meant by “what shall this man do?” The story then goes on to mention that the disciples heard this question and then were all discussing amongst themselves about the disciple who leaned on Jesus’ bosom during supper. This means that the man the disciples were all discussing is none other than Jesus’ betrayer – Judas. If you insert Judas’ name with “the disciple Jesus loved,” then Peter’s question to Jesus makes more sense to me. Jesus said one of his disciples would betray him, so it makes perfect sense that the disciples were expecting the betrayer to die some type of horrible death when Jesus returned, and so when Jesus showed forgiveness to Judas instead of serving punishment, they discussed “why not” among themselves.
4th. The disciple Jesus loved is the first person to recognize Jesus from the boat. Why was this person the first to recognize Jesus? Because Matthew 25:13 records where Jesus warned the disciples to “Watch therefore, for ye know neither the day nor the hour wherein the Son of Man cometh.” After this verse was said, Jesus told the parable of the servants with 5 talents, 2 talents, and 1 talent. The servants with 2 and 5 talents doubled their talents to 4 and 10 talents, but the servant with 1 talent hid his talent in the ground. He did nothing with his talent. The Master was angry with this servant so he took away his talent and gave it to the servant who had 10. The unprofitable servant will be cast into outer darkness.
When the disciples were on the boat, Judas still was in charge of the treasury and Peter was still in charge of the group. This means that Peter’s talents were with the management of the group and Judas’ talent was with the management of the treasury. Peter kept the group in tact and Judas still kept the offerings and sacrifices. Now, in accordance to the parable, Peter and Judas each held on to the talents they were given from Jesus from the beginning. When Jesus, the master returned, Judas is the first to recognize Jesus because he knew he still had the money in the treasury and since he was also the one who betrayed Jesus, he was most likely the main disciple who was on the lookout for the return of the “Son of man.” When he recognizes Jesus, he notifies Peter, who was also with him at the empty tomb. John 20:8 says he, the disciple whom Jesus loved, saw the empty tomb and believed that Jesus had risen from the dead. It doesn’t mention that Peter, who also saw the empty tomb, believed that Jesus had risen from the dead. This implies that Peter obviously still had some doubts, but his doubts were cleared up once he saw Jesus on the shore because he abandoned his boat, his fish, and his friends and immediately dove into the water to swim to Jesus. Judas stayed on the boat and tended to the fish they had caught. Just as Jesus told Martha that Mary had chosen the good part which shall not be taken from her (Luke 10:41), Peter chose the good part which was Jesus and Jesus restores him as his foundation and leader of his disciples. He did not take away the good part from Peter. Peter was allowed to keep his talents and to begin a new start. But since Judas stayed in the boat tending fish, he chose wrong. He did not choose the good part and he was not restored by Jesus. Knowing that he was the one who betrayed Jesus, and was the first to see Jesus, Judas should have been the first to swim to Jesus or even the second disciple to dive in after Peter’s lead. If he truly wanted to repent of his sin like Peter did, he should have been the first to swim from the boat. Peter and Judas each had the same number of talents when Jesus returned, but only Peter decided to repent of his sin, and express his continued love for Jesus and was redeemed. Judas returned to Jesus at his own time and when he did come into the presence of Jesus, he didn’t increase his talents and did not express remorse for his sins. As I will explain, if Judas was the “disciple Jesus loved” then he had several chances to repent and each time he had a chance to repent, he chose not to do so. This is why Jesus never redeemed him and used him as the perfect example for the world to see what a false prophet looks and acts like. His heart was still turned to the devil even though his face or “Jesus fish” symbol was also turned to the Lord.
3rd. Mary Magdalene was first at the tomb to notice that Jesus was not there. She then told Peter and “the disciple Jesus loved” and they ran out to the tomb together. The disciple Jesus loved was the first disciple to reach the empty tomb. The bible says that this disciple actually outran Peter! (I wonder why?) The bible says they both entered the tomb and went home after seeing that Jesus was not there. The disciple Jesus loved went home believing that Jesus rose from the grave while Peter went home confused at what he had seen. Mary, the same one who sat at Jesus’ feet at Martha’s house, remained at the tomb and saw Jesus. She never left! Once again, she chose right! She believed Jesus would return so she stayed and Jesus honored her faith by showing up to her after the others had left.
2nd At the crucifixion, the bible records that the only disciple who was present at the crucifixion was the disciple that Jesus loved. No other disciples are directly mentioned as being present. Jesus was sacrificed for us all and only Judas, who served as his “Aaron among the Disciples” was there to oversee his sacrifice. This false prophet or betrayer actually fulfilled the role of overseeing the sacrifice of Jesus. Jesus gave his life as an offering and Judas’ sole purpose for being there was to oversee it from the time he started his ministry until the time of his death. Some may find it unbelievable that a false priest such as Judas can oversee a sacrificial offering, but Leviticus 10:1-2 records an incident where Aaron’s sons presented a false offering to the Lord and the Lord was so angry with them for doing so that he burned them to death before their father’s very eyes. Moses then informs Aaron that the Lord said, “I will be holy in the eyes of all those who come near to me, and I will be honored before all the people.” And the bible says that “Aaron said nothing.” He held his peace. Moses even instructed him to give no signs of grief over the death of his two sons so that death may not overtake you and his wrath come on all the people; but let there be weeping among your brothers. I mentioned this story because it proves that Jesus was definitely viewed as a good offering before the Lord, and not a bad offering. The problem during Jesus’ crucifixion was that Judas stayed in “full betrayal mode” at the cross and his reaction to Jesus being sacrificed on the cross was the same as Aaron was instructed to react during the bad offering his sons gave which was unacceptable before God. Just as Aaron “held his peace” during his sons bad sacrifice, Judas did the same thing as though to say Jesus’ sacrifice was bad. According to the law, Judas could have rent his clothes, let his hair be loose and displayed signs of grief, but instead he did not weep. He could have returned to his brothers and mourned with them, but he did not. He even took Jesus’ mother into his home, yet the bible doesn’t record whether he grieved with her or not. This man at the cross has been identified as the disciple Jesus loved. If this man was John, I believe he would have properly grieved and wept for Jesus, but since the bible does not mention this disciple weeping, I believe this was none other than Judas the betrayer. If Judas had truly repented, he would have wept and done so directly in front of Jesus, but I believe he didn’t because he did not truly believe that Jesus knew he was his betrayer. Once Judas witnessed the criminal on the cross next to Jesus repent of his sins, then Judas could have easily asked Jesus to forgive him also, but he didn’t and just as God warned Aaron not to weep so that death wouldn’t overtake him, Judas’ lack of sorrow allowed death to overtake him completely.
1st At the Last Supper, the bible records that the disciple that Jesus loved was leaning on Jesus’ bosom. Peter tells this disciple to ask Jesus which disciple would betray him. Jesus told that person that “he’s the one I give the piece of bread to after I have dipped it.” Jesus then dips the bread and gives it Judas. After Judas eats the bread, Satan entered him. Jesus then tells Judas, “what you’re doing, do quickly” and Judas leaves the room immediately. None of those reclining at the table knew why he told him this. That’s because they never suspected Judas as the betrayer. They just saw Jesus hand feed Judas and thought that maybe he wanted Judas to go buy some more food or to make a donation to the poor, but they never assumed he left the room to go and betray Jesus. However, there were two people in the room who knew what Jesus was instructing Judas to do and that was Peter and “the disciple that Jesus loved” which was none other than Judas himself. Peter asked “the disciple Jesus loved” a question and witnessed this same disciple ask Jesus the question, eat the bread, and then leave the room. John doesn’t present this question of Jesus’ betrayer as one that all in the room heard. It is presented as a question that involves just 3 people - Jesus, Peter, and Judas -the disciple Jesus loved. Peter told Judas to ask Jesus who was his betrayer and Jesus answers Judas by feeding him a piece of bread and then instructing him to “do what you’re doing quickly” and he does. When Jesus tells him to “do what you’re doing quickly” he was letting Judas know he knew the plans that were in his heart. Peter asked, heard, and saw everything that took place between Judas and Jesus. He saw Jesus dip the bread and give it to Judas. This is why Peter (see #5) after hearing Jesus describe to him what type of death he would die that would glorify God, decided to also ask Jesus what type of death would “the disciple Jesus loved” also die to glorify him. This is the same disciple who has now gone from reclining on Jesus’ chest to being so far removed from Jesus that he is now following behind the group. When Jesus noticed Peter was being sidetracked from the message he had just given him by being concerned about his betrayer, he asked him, “what is that to you? You follow me.”
And that’s how I discovered that the “disciple Jesus loved” was Judas Iscariot. After starting my investigation from the ending and working my way back to the beginning, the answer was clear to me. Why else would Peter ask about the well being of the disciple who leaned back against Jesus at the supper unless this disciple was also Judas. Peter knew that Judas was Jesus’ betrayer and he knew that Jesus knew it also. Peter was obvious a forgiving person and knew Jesus’ “70 times 7” forgiveness rule, which is why he allowed Judas to be on the boat with them. Peter knew Judas was Jesus’ betrayer, but did not judge him and instead showed mercy to Judas by allowing him to remain with the group. Jesus was proud of Peter for doing so which is why he restored his position within the group and increased his talents to care for his sheep 3 folds.
I guess after Jesus finished describing to Peter that he would be crucified upside down in a manner which would honor him, Peter wondered, “then how will the guy who betrayed you die.” The way he should die has to be worse than mine, but Jesus instead gets him to stay focused on him, and not his betrayer. “Don’t worry about that guy – you just follow me.” Judas’ death was already prophesied. Jesus didn’t tell them directly who it was because he knew after it was done, they would figure it out for themselves.
I believe that by understanding that Judas was the “disciple whom Jesus loved” greatly expands the story of Jesus that we know today. Why did John use terms like “other disciple” and “disciple whom Jesus loved?” Was it because he was so humble towards himself or was he reluctant in his story telling to give Judas any credit for the work he had done which led up to the crucifixion of Jesus. Jesus nicknamed John and his brother as the “Sons of Thunder” because of their behavior. A nickname such as that does not reference a person who is humble at all. Jesus chose Judas because he was a necessary evil, if you will, to his crucifixion. He positioned Judas as the treasurer which is the same level as a Levite priest. Jesus was a sacrificial offering and Judas administered the offering. Since the days of Moses, the Priest inspects every sacrificial offering that is made. However, since Judas betrayed Jesus, he was allowed unlimited access by the Romans and the High Priest to witness everything that happened to Jesus after he was arrested in the Garden of Gethsemane. Jesus was betrayed in the Garden by Judas with a kiss. He came with a company of soldiers and some temple police and stood among them in the garden. The disciples all ran away, just as Jesus predicted they would, but Judas stayed. He stayed with Jesus, the sacrifice, all the way to Annas house to collect his reward. John 18:15 says that Peter and “another disciple” followed behind the soldiers. It goes on to say that when they reached the house, “the other disciple who was known to the high priest” went inside while Peter stayed outside the door. The only disciple the bible records who would know the high priest would be Judas. Matthew 26:14 records him as the only disciple who met privately with the chief priest and asked “What are you willing to give me if I hand him over to you?” If Judas was able to lead the guards to Jesus in the Garden, then it’s highly likely that he led them back to the high priest’s house to collect his 30 pieces of silver. Once Judas is able to get inside, he goes back out to the courtyard and talked the doorkeeper into letting Peter inside. Peter comes inside the courtyard and while trying to keep his identity as a disciple a secret, he denies ever having known Jesus. The bible states that he then left the area weeping. But the story of Jesus’ trial continues and someone is there to witness everything. Yes, that someone is Judas. If Peter is gone, who else was left to tell the whole story about what happened at the Sanhedrin’s court? The High Priest? Pilate? Only Judas the Priest fits the bill.
Judas witnesses how the sacrifice has been treated, questioned and found innocent of any wrong doing. He sees that the sacrifice has been slapped, flogged, and mocked. He sees the sacrifice’s clothes being divided among the soldiers. He sees the soldiers dress him in a purple robe, he sees the crown of thorns placed upon his head, and how they continually hit him and spit on him. And finally, he witnesses how they mockingly called him King of the Jews. Yes, Judas had seen it all. And it made him sick to his stomach. He then returns to the chief priest and returns the money he has collected. According to Matthew 27:3, he was full of remorse and returned the 30 pieces of silver to the chief priests and elders. He confesses his sin to them and throws the money into the sanctuary and runs away.
Luke 24:26 tells what I believe is the reason why Judas threw the money on the floor and ran. He betrayed Jesus because he was hoping that “He was the One who was about to redeem Israel.” The bible details a story when Jesus is walking down the road with two disciples after the Resurrection. One disciple is named Clopas and the other disciple is unnamed. I believe this unnamed disciple with Clopas is Judas. Jesus tells them, “Didn’t the Messiah have to suffer these things and enter into his glory?” Jesus allowed Judas to betray him, but not only did the other disciples not clearly understand why, but Judas did not understand why either. I believe Judas was acting in the manner of Uzzah who put forth his hand to try and steady the Ark of the Covenant and died. However, in this manner, Judas may have felt he would extend his hand also and try to speed up Jesus’ take over of the Kingdom so that he could receive more power, which meant more money for him to steal. If Jesus was to take over and serve in the capacity as past earthly Kings of Jerusalem, that would mean even more money for Judas to get his hands on and steal. Judas was looking for Jesus’ takeover from his own point of view. Just as Uzzah tried to help God, Judas also tried to help God and possibly gain something extra for himself.
“Do you see this woman? I entered your house; you gave me no water for my feet, but she, with her TEARS, has washed my feet and wiped them with her hair. You gave me no kiss, but she hasn’t stopped kissing my feet since I came in. You didn’t anoint my feet with fragrant oil. Luke 7:44-46
The defining act which shows me the exact moment that Judas became frustrated with what seemed liked Jesus’ slow process for taking over was when Mary pours the expensive perfume over his head and anoints his body for burial. Burial? Judas was like, “this is a waste!” Judas wants Jesus to take over – not die! John 12:5 quotes his response as “Why wasn’t this fragrant oil sold for 300 denarii and given to the poor?” This tells me that he never truly envisioned Jesus dying! He only saw money being wasted foolishly. Jesus said no man can serve two masters and here we see Judas trying hard to make it work. He couldn’t see that Jesus was preparing to die on the cross to save the poor with his life because he believed that more money is what the poor needed - not Jesus. At that instant, money became his God, and not Jesus. Even though his face was still towards Jesus, his heart was now turned against him and he then devised a plan which he felt would help Jesus become King and make him a little money on the side also. He believes money can do everything. And understand, 300 hundred denarii was not three hundred dollars either.
John 6:7 quotes before Jesus fed 5,000 men on the Sea of Galilee, he asked where they could buy enough food for these people to eat. Phillip tells him that “200 denarii worth of bread won’t be enough for each of them to have a little.” This tells me that Phillip must have known how much was in the treasury account from Judas. He was basically telling Jesus we have 200 denarii to spend, but that’s not even enough for each person to have a little to eat. But what this response really tells me is that this sum is somewhere in the ball park. It tells me that 200 denarii is close enough to the amount needed to feed a gathering of 5,000 plus people. So, 300 denarii is probably closer to the amount required to feed them a little. Jesus’ parable of the Good Samaritan also tells me that 2 denarii is enough to care for a sick and badly injured man for several days in a motel, so the way Judas saw it, more money in his bag was more money for him to steal. If Jesus is promoted to King of Israel, Judas is essentially promoted to Treasurer of Israel. What’s surprising to me is that Judas never saw himself in the holy role of a priest, in control of the offerings and sacrifices, and only as a treasurer. Maybe in the end he acknowledged his position, which may have been the reason why the bible says he committed suicide. God’s word came back as a stark revelation and he gave up his own life in the end.
As we look back at the dollar sign design of the False Prophet and look at the gates of Heaven from one of the earlier chapters, Judas also fits the bill as the Sator Square’s diagram of the False Prophet too. He was only aware of half of the testimonial paths to heaven, and once he saw no way for a sinner as himself to enter, he committed suicide. The path that leads to the gates at the north and south of the False Prophet design are for the hopeful, thankful, devoted, unloved, redeemed, and highly favored. Judas’ betrayal didn’t fit for any of these choices, but if he was a true prophet of God, he would be familiar with ALL the entrances and saw that he still had a way in if only he had repented. The dragon could still find a way in if only he repented. The way to the east and west gates contain the entrances for the fortunate, blessed, conquerors, grateful, vindicated, and restored. If Judas had repented, he could have gained access through one of the fortunate, blessed, grateful or restored entrances at least. The S of the dollar sign only passes by the east and west gates, they don’t lead you to a path inside like the way in to the north and south gates.
Hosea 4:6 says, “My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge. Because you have rejected knowledge, I will reject you from serving as my priest.” Verse 7 says, “I will change their honor into disgrace.” Judas held a priestly position of honor until the end. He observed Jesus as the sacrificial offering from the Garden of Gethsemane to the cross, but didn’t fully understand why Jesus was willing to die. Then when he finally figured it out, he felt it was too late for him, so instead of repenting directly to Jesus, and living a changed life, he was willing to show he was repentant by committing suicide and giving up his own life. This shows how Judas foolishly chose death instead of life as Peter had repetitively done. Peter chose Jesus which means Peter chose life.
And that’s it! The amazing thing about this story is not only about Judas discovering what role he played in Jesus’ crucifixion or how he only repented of his sin to the chief priests and not directly to Jesus. Like I said earlier, the answer is found at John 13:1 which says, Jesus “loved them into the end.” This is big! This is the Good News that every ear must hear and every tongue must confess. Jesus loves us all to the end! If you can believe this too, then you will ultimately expand the story of Jesus and accept that the “disciple that Jesus loved” was Judas. Then you will see that Jesus loves EVERYBODY and understand how amazing and expansive his love really is. He knows everything about us from the beginning to end, but yet still desires for us to make a change.
Even though Judas was with Jesus from the very beginning of his ministry, he obviously didn’t believe or misunderstood that Jesus would die and return to life. He thought the kingdom Jesus preached about would just be an earthly kingdom. He realized he was wrong after witnessing Jesus being flogged, mocked, and hung upon a cross. He realized Jesus was really going to die and instead of repenting, he gets scared and nervous. After Jesus is placed in the tomb, I believe that could have been the time when Judas returned the money to the chief priest. And after talking with the High Priest, he also learned that the veil in the temple was split in two. Who else could have known that information? Plus, he realized all the other strange events that he had just witnessed. The day Jesus died, the sun turned black, there’s an earthquake, and dead people are now walking around town. He felt he had no other choice but to return this money! After seeing that, I believe he realized Jesus was coming back again too, so he returned back to his position with the rest of the group.
When he returned the money, he told the High Priest and Pharisees that Jesus is coming back again. Matthew 27:62-63 says on the next day, “the chief priests and Pharisees came together unto Pilate, saying, Sir, we remember that that deceiver said, while he was yet alive, after three days I will rise again.’ The problem with this statement is that it has been attributed to Jesus, but the spirit tells me that this is what Judas told the High Priest what Jesus had said. The statement says “that deceiver” (meaning Judas) said, while he (meaning Jesus) was yet alive, “after three days I will rise again.” Jesus wasn’t the deceiver they were referring to, Judas was the deceiver. They then set a watch of soldiers over Jesus’ tomb. This is why Judas outran Peter to Jesus’ tomb and believed. He already had believed that Jesus would return and once he did, he believed even more and began looking out for Jesus. When he witnessed that Jesus had risen from the grave, I believe that before he went home as recorded, that he made a pit stop to the chief priest house and heard and saw the chief priest tell the watchmen assigned to watch Jesus’ tomb to “say ye, his disciples came by night and stole him away while we slept.” Who else could have been able to go to the chief priest and hear the lie that was being told to the soldiers standing guard? Maybe this is the time when Judas decided to return the 30 pieces of silver. After he realized that Jesus was alive and that he had given the money received for his betrayal back, then Jesus would not be mad at him. No harm done. Maybe he lagged behind the group hoping that if Jesus was indeed alive, his dream about becoming Treasurer of Israel was still not over. However, one thing is true, Judas never repented directly to Jesus and Jesus picked Paul as his replacement. No man can serve two masters and Judas is the world’s proof that this feat is definitely impossible.
And I believe God revealed this to me so that it can be preached to all the convicted criminals in America living a lifetime of isolation and imprisonment. They have been abandoned by society and left to a lifetime of condemnation. There are over 2.3 million people in the penal system and at least 150 thousand are serving life sentences without any chance of parole. But I truly want them to know the story of Judas as the disciple that Jesus loved and know that although their friends, family, and society may have given up on them, Jesus won’t. He loves us all to the end. His willingness to love us is available until the moment we die. All you have to do is repent of all your sins before that moment comes. Don’t wait until it’s too late as Judas did and then your demons take complete control of your chances to repent.
Jesus tells the story of the unclean spirit’s return to the body in Luke 11:24-26. He says after the spirit is cast out, it roams around looking for rest and finds none, so it returns back to the body from where it was first cast out. When the spirit returns, it finds the house swept and in order, and then brings in 7 other spirits more evil than itself. He says that in the end, that person’s condition is now worse than before the demons was first cast out. This may be the reason why Judas may have committed suicide. Up until the last supper, he had been protected by Jesus from demons. It’s not until Jesus is ready to be crucified, he allows Judas’ demons to regain access to him and take over him.
They first begin by having him arrange the death of Jesus. In the end, they consume him so much that he ends up arranging his own death. By missing every opportunity to repent, he is overpowered by his demons to ever repent of his sins to Jesus, the person he was trained to know for the past 3 years as “the way, the truth, and the life.” This tells me that Judas may have had way more demons than the group of Demons called Legion. Mark 5:6 says that when this man was possessed by Legion, he was still able to run to Jesus and kneel before him – even honoring him as “the Son of the Most High God.” By the time Judas commits suicide, he must have been so far removed from himself that he didn’t have the power to repent.
And that’s the story of Judas’ unrecognized position. And that’s also the story of the Sator Square. It’s also the story first prophesied by the Prophet Isaiah that would be preached from the wilderness by John the Baptist. That story and message is for us all to repent! To everyone who feels they need to repent of any past sins, don’t just repent to your pastor, friends, family members, or even to your accusers. Be sure to repent directly to Jesus and you will choose life. Jesus is the way to life and he is the only choice you need. I believe Jesus used a person like Judas to represent a priestly position inside of his ministry because he knew that once he was crucified, all of his followers would become priest and Judas was the example that we all must not follow. It is the behavior of Peter, the priest who was always quick to repent directly to Jesus, and David, the king that made atonement offerings on behalf of himself and others, that Jesus wants us all to imitate and follow. They are the behaviors that Jesus demonstrated in his life and it is the same behavior he expects from us all today.
Love the Lord your God with all your heart, with all your soul, and with all your mind. This is the greatest and most important command. The second is like it: Love your neighbor as yourself. All the Law and the Prophets depend on these two commands. Matthew 22:39-40.
After seeing how it is impossible to serve two masters, the picture above is the symbol which shows you how to love the Lord with all your heart - including your neighbor. Your neighbor is described as anyone you show mercy to. This includes those that are hungry, thirsty, homeless, poor, and imprisoned. Jesus describes these people as not only strangers, but as himself. He says in Matthew 25:37 “whatever you did for one of the least of these my brothers of mine, you did for me.” Verse 45 says, “Whatever you did not do for one of the least of these, you did not do for me either.”
This design is made up of the two Aren fish symbols without the surrounding hearts to show that we are all connected as God’s people no matter what position we are in. It shows that we all will come before the throne (letter N) some day and stand for judgment. It also shows how Christians must be fishers of men whose heart, mind, and soul are embodied by the Word of God and is attached to the love of others on the outside also. The letters N-E-T-S represents the Kingdom of Heaven and the letters A-R-E-N represent the Lamb of God who was sent from Heaven and crucified for the sins of the world. To love the Lord also includes loving all those he loved – including your enemies also.
“You have heard that it was said, Love your neighbor and hate your enemy. Well I tell you, love your enemies and pray for those who persecute you, so that you may be sons of your Father in heaven.” Matthew 5:43
After reading this passage, I now understand this image much clearer. Jesus instructs us to love everyone, friend or foe and he showed us how with his very own life. This is how he loved and this is how we are to love. The Lord doesn’t require us to do the impossible. He says “with God, all things are possible.” Man can only achieve the impossible with God. We just learned that Jesus loved his betrayer Judas before he died on the cross and after he rose from the grave. He wants you to do the same with your enemies, but you must do it with him in order for you to succeed. The Aren Nets symbol shows us the proper way to love the Lord and all God’s children combined.
THE OVERLOOKED APOSTLE
He himself bore our sins in his body on the tree, so that, having died to sins, we might live for righteousness; you have been healed by his wounds. For you were like sheep going astray, but you have now returned to the Shepherd and Guardian of your souls. 1 Peter 2:25-25
In the bible, there are many stories that deal with trees, beginning from the very first chapter of the Book of Genesis, and ending with the last chapter of the Book of Revelations. In the scripture above, the Apostle Peter says that Jesus bore our sins in his body on the tree. Jesus was actually crucified on a dead wooden cross and not a living tree. Of course, wood is yielded by trees, but why would Peter say that Jesus died on a tree instead of a dead wooden cross? The reason why was because wood represents death, and a tree represents life. Jesus was crucified on a dead wooden tree in order to give life to the cross. Allow me to explain.
If you look at the above picture of the Sator Square, you will notice that the letter N has been rotated to represent the letter Z. In the Hebrew language, the letters E-T-Z create the word Etz which means tree. This is why I believe that when Peter said that Jesus died on the tree, he was not only making a reference to the cross upon which Jesus died on, but was also making a veiled reference to the ETZ cross of the Sator Square. This tree or etz is used in the Sator Square to memorialize the Ten Commandments, the Kingdom of God as a net which extends towards the four corners of the earth, and Zechariah’s Ten Men prophesy. The word tenet is centered in the middle of the Sator Square and extends to the north, south, east, and west as well. The word tenet is defined as a thing to hold, to keep, or to maintain. It’s also defined as any opinion, principle, or doctrine that is held as true by members of a profession, group, or movement.
2 Timothy 1:13 instructs Early Christians to “Hold fast the form of sound words, which thou hast heard of me, in faith and love which is in Christ Jesus.” This means we must “tenet” or hold on to him. The word TEN in the Sator Square references the Ten Commandments which are the complete list of sins that Jesus bore in his body for us when he died on the cross. The Hebrew word ETZ is the cross or tree which we use to hold on to a life with Jesus Christ.
Now, that’s one story about a man and a tree, but another story that has been overlooked about a man and a tree in the bible is the story where Jesus invites himself over to the home of Zacchaeus the chief tax collector of Jericho.
And Jesus entered and passed through Jericho. And, behold, there was a man named Zacchaeus, which was the chief among the publicans, and he was rich. And he sought to see Jesus who he was; and could not for the press, because he was little of stature. And he ran before, and climbed up into a sycamore tree to see him: for he was to pass that way. And when Jesus came to the place, he looked up, and saw him, and said unto him, Zacchaeus, make haste, and come down; for today I must abide at thy house. And he made haste, and came down, and received him joyfully. And when they saw it, they all murmured, saying, That he was gone to be guest with a man that is a sinner. And Zacchaeus stood, and said unto the Lord; Behold, Lord, the half of my goods I give to the poor; and if I have taken anything from any man by false accusation, I restore him fourfold. And Jesus said unto him, This day is salvation come to this house, forsomuch as he also is a son of Abraham. For the Son of man is come to seek and to save that which was lost. Luke 19:1-10
These ten verses reveal the hidden qualities that Jesus saw inside of Zacchaeus that no one in the crowd was able to see. Zacchaeus could not see Jesus because of the press as he passed by, but he exhibited great faith to climb up a tree in order to see Jesus. Zacchaeus may have had a small physical stature but he had a large public stature in the community. He was the chief tax collector of Jericho and he was also unafraid to show that he had been overlooked by all in the community as a follower of Christ. And Jesus knew this, which is why he signaled the crowd to Zacchaeus’ presence in a tree and publicly invited himself over to his home. It says the crowd of Jesus’ followers began to murmur or gossip among themselves as to why Jesus would ever invite himself to the home of a sinful tax collector, but Jesus proved them all wrong. His visit to Zacchaeus’ home showed them that you can’t judge a book by its cover. God’s ways are not as man’s ways which explains why Jesus was able to see Zacchaeus’ heart and not his public job title. During Jesus’ visit to the home, Zacchaeus made an atonement offering to Jesus for all the wrong that he had ever done. He pledged before God that he would donate half of his possessions to the poor. He also promised to make a fourfold atonement offering to anyone he may have wronged in the past. After witnessing his public confession, Jesus informed him that salvation has come to his home for even he is a son of Abraham. Abraham was handpicked by God to be Father of the Hebrew race because of his faith. Jesus’ visit to the home of Zacchaeus taught his disciples what a real family member of the House of Abraham looks and sounds like.
Luke 3:8 shows where John the Baptist informed the crowds before their baptism that they must produce fruit consistent with repentance. He told them that merely being descendants of Abraham is not enough to save them for “God is able to raise up children for Abraham from these stones!” And who were the stones or “Generation of Vipers” that John was referencing? Verse 12 and 14 says that they were soldiers of the Roman Army and tax collectors. It goes on to say that they each asked John, “Teacher, what should we do?” To the soldiers, he instructed them to not take money from anyone by force or false accusations, and to be satisfied with your wages. To the tax collectors, he told them not to collect any more than what they are authorized to take in. Afterwards, he then baptizes all of the people including Jesus Christ, soldiers and tax collectors alike.
Jesus knew before hand that Zacchaeus was once a stone that could be transformed into a seed of Abraham and he now saw this stone as a fruit that was positioned high atop of a tree. When Jesus saw Zacchaeus up in the tree, he instantly recognized him. The bible doesn’t directly reference the first time Jesus and Zacchaeus first met, but I believe that they most likely met on the day Jesus was first baptized. John baptized tax collectors that day and Zacchaeus was also a tax collector, so I believe it’s safe to say that this is probably the day when they first met.
Now when all the people were baptized, and praying, the heaven opened, and the Holy Ghost descended in a bodily shape like a dove upon him, and a voice came from heaven, which said, Thou ART my beloved Son; in thee I am well pleased. Luke 3:21-22
Luke 3:21-22 clearly says that Jesus was baptized last after all the others. It describes that heaven opened and the Holy Spirit descended on Jesus like a dove, and then God’s voice was heard from heaven which said “Thou art my beloved Son, in thee I am well pleased.” This image can be seen in the image above which was created by using the space of the letter A-R-T in the upper left hand corner to create a dove which represents the Holy Spirit as it descended upon Jesus at his baptism.
Now, if Zacchaeus was also at the baptism, this explains to me why he would’ve climbed a tree in front of a crowd of people and expose to everyone that this most hated public figure was also a Christian follower of Jesus Christ too. After all, the day of Jesus’ baptism was also the day everyone witnessed the complete Trinity in motion! If Zacchaeus was there, then he heard the voice of God speak, he saw the Holy Spirit take flight, and he was baptized alongside of the Son of God! When Jesus saw him in the tree, I feel he wanted to see if the seed that was baptized by John the Baptist had blossomed into a delightful fruit. And it did.
John told Zacchaeus not to collect any more than he was authorized to. Zacchaeus proved to Jesus just how much his faith and repentance had blossomed that he would now commit half of his possessions to the poor and repay fourfold any money that he owed.
When Jesus exposed Zacchaeus up in the tree, he was testing whether he would publicly deny him or accept him before the crowds and his disciples. Matthew 5:8 says blessed are the pure of heart, for they shall see God. Jesus proved that Zacchaeus’ heart was pure and revealed it to all of his followers the day Zacchaeus climbed up a tree to see him. Zacchaeus did not allow the public’s perception of him to be a reason to deny Jesus, and Jesus did not allow his Holy Spirit to deny Zacchaeus when it came time for the disciples to pick a replacement for Judas. That’s because I believe as Clement of Alexandria first revealed in the Stromata, that Matthias, the first disciple chosen by the eleven disciples, was also formerly known as Zacchaeus.
The Stromata was a trilogy of works on the Christian life by initiation into complete knowledge. Clement of Alexandria wrote that faith is voluntary and the decision to believe is a crucial fundamental step in becoming close to God. He also states that the disciples surnamed Zacchaeus as Matthias after he was chosen to serve with them. The Book of Acts clearly states that Matthias was one who accompanied with them all the time that the Lord Jesus went in and out among us, beginning from the baptism of John, unto the Ascension into heaven. Judas’ replacement had to be someone who was also a witness of Jesus as they were also from the beginning. The disciples cast lots and chose Matthias. Acts 1:26 says that the lot fell upon Matthias and he was numbered WITH the eleven apostles. I stated that to show you that Matthias was not the 12th disciple of Jesus but the 1st disciple picked by the eleven disciples as a group. Luke 22:3 states that Judas was numbered AMONG the twelve. If the disciples picked Matthias or Zacchaeus as the twelfth member, then it would clearly state that he was numbered AMONG the twelve, and not numbered WITH the eleven as stated in Acts 1. Remember, the Book of Acts was also written by Luke, so this is the same writing style used by one author, not two different authors.
Jesus told the disciples to make disciples of all men and the choice of Matthias is the biblical reference of where the disciples actually make their first choice with the help of the Holy Spirit. Jesus’ last words to the disciples before his Ascension to heaven as recorded in the Book of Matthew was to make disciples of all nations. The disciples already had one tax collector, Matthew, among them and now they had to choose whether or not they were to add another. I personally believe that Judas may have been a tax collector or accountant also, because he served as the treasurer, which means he had to have some kind of experience with counting money. Judas was now gone and the disciples were now to add, not just another tax collector, but the head of the tax collectors with their group. But just as the new commandment says that Jesus gave us all, “love one another as I have loved you. By this shall all men know that ye are my disciples if you have love one to another.” Yes, the first disciple picked after the Ascension was quite possibly the Chief Tax Collector of Jericho. And, somehow that makes a lot of sense to me.
The first disciple Jesus picked was Peter, a fisherman. The last disciple Jesus picked was Paul, a law enforcement officer for the Jewish government sworn to find and locate the blasphemous followers of Christ. If Zacchaeus was also Matthias, then he, like Matthew (possibly Judas) was also a government employee who would now be a disciple of Christ. What I get from the collage of professions known to us about the disciples is a trinity of worldly entities: business, religion, and the government rolled up into one unit. Matthias went on to become the first Bishop of Caesarea, which was also the place where the Apostle Peter performed the first baptism of a Gentile on Cornelius the Centurion. From the two stories, I see an obvious connection on why Matthias would be assigned to such an area as Caesarea. The first disciple chosen after Jesus’ Ascension should serve in the city that was home to the first baptism performed on a Gentile. And this same disciple would be from the same city the Israelites first conquered when they entered into the promised land. Zacchaeus publicly swore to Jesus that he would give half of his wealth to the poor, so who better than he to jump start the Church of Jesus Christ, as well as show a perfect example for the all the future believers also.
Mark 14:51-52 tells a story of a man who was in the Garden of Gethsemane the day that Jesus was arrested. All of Jesus disciples, except for Judas, had run away during his arrest, but also in the garden was this certain young man wrapped in a linen cloth. When the guards tried to arrest this man, they grabbed hold of his linen cloth instead and the man ran away naked. Many have wondered why this story of a naked man in the garden was included in the bible. I feel that this was included to show that Zacchaeus or Matthias was also in the garden during Jesus’ arrest. Jesus also said, “the last shall be first” and according to this story, if the man in linen was also Matthias, then he was the last person to run away from the guards when Jesus was being arrested and was also the first disciple chosen to be “a fisher of men” by the eleven disciples.
Some clues as to why I feel that this mysterious man could be Matthias is that the man was wrapped in a linen cloth. If Zacchaeus is really Matthias, and he promised to give half of his possessions to the poor, then that would explain why the reason he’s now wearing linen is to dress as Jesus and his disciples dressed. The bible describes that before Jesus washed his disciples’ feet, he removed his outer garments and wrapped his inner garments with a towel. This could also be a linen cloth towel. When Jesus was arrested in the garden, Judas signaled the guards to the identity of Jesus with a kiss. That means that Jesus and the disciples all dressed and looked the same, even though their ages were different. That means that Jesus did not wear uniquely designed priestly garments like Aaron and all the Levite priests which were meant to separate them from the people. Instead, Jesus dressed at the same level as his disciples and most likely in the same colors, otherwise there would have been no need for a kiss. If Jesus and the disciples wore linen, then I believe the man in linen was dressed just as they were.
I felt the Holy Spirit led me to reveal this overlooked Apostle whose position was remarkably unrecognized. I believe these two stories can help tremendously in spreading the Good News of Jesus Christ also. Luke 11:23 says he that is not with me is against me; and he that gathereth not with me scattereth. The story of Zacchaeus and Judas shows exactly how God views and accepts us all. Zacchaeus, unlike Judas, was able to repent. Zacchaeus atoned for all his wrong doing, yet Judas remained silent. Zacchaeus was viewed as a devil for his profession, but Judas was viewed as honest for his profession. In the end, actions speak louder than words. How accurate these two stories are is not important for me. I mean, how accurate is the wording of the bible from it’s original writing? Just as Jesus said, we should allow the Holy Spirit to instruct us and reveal its true meanings to us, and I feel I used it to uncover the hidden story lines within the bible. In case you haven’t noticed, I call these hidden stories “silentific evidence” which is revealed wholeheartedly from the Holy Spirit. I personally can’t guarantee all parts of it, but if it doesn’t hurt the gathering of Christians to the service of the Lord, then I see no harm done. If we can consolidate stories like “Who was Zacchaeus?” “Who was Matthias?” “Who is the naked man in the Garden” to one person, we can begin to “move past the elementary teachings of Christ” as desired long time ago by the Apostle Paul.
The Sator Square is symbolic of the Tree of Knowledge which Adam and Eve ate from the Garden of Eden. The Tree of Life was also located in the midst of the same garden. Jesus is the Tree of Life and the Tree of Knowledge symbolized by the E-T-Z tree in the midst of the Sator Square. After Adam and Eve were cast from the Garden, God placed a flaming sword which turned every way, to keep the way of the Tree of Life. I mentioned earlier that by turning the letter N, we can create the letter Z. The Hebrew equivalent of the Latin letter Z is called the Zayin. Its original meaning for this alphabet is it represents a sword or sharp weapon. The numerical value of this same alphabet is the number 7. The letter Z is comprised of two number sevens, which basically represents the Father and the Son as one.
The flaming sword guarding the Tree of Life was revealed in Luke 22:38 when in the Garden of Gethsemane, the disciples told Jesus that they had just two swords and Jesus said it is enough. When Judas showed up with armed men to capture Jesus, Peter used one of the swords to cut off the ear of one of the guards. Jesus said no more of this. What I believe he was saying is, no longer will the Tree of Life be hidden and protected. It was now time for the tree to be revealed and for it’s guardians to no longer guard the path that leads to it. The Apostle Peter had a flaming temper. Peter’s name in the Sator Square surrounds the swords of the letter Z with the shape of a flaming sun. This is the second time the sword is revealed. The first time the sword is revealed is at the letter N position, which shows when the sword is at a different position, at Joshua 5:13 when Joshua crossed over to Jericho and came face to face with an Angel of the Lord who was holding a sword which was drawn. Joshua asked the Angel, “Art thou for us, or for our adversaries?” The Angel’s response was that he was for neither. “But as captain of the host of the Lord, am I now come.” The Angel then instructs Joshua to remove his shoes from his feet for the place where he now standest is holy. The place he was standing would eventually become Israel.
The Angel of the Lord possessed the first sword which guarded the way to the Tree of Life when it was at the letter N position. The Apostle Peter possessed the second sword when it was rotated to the letter Z position. Genesis 3:25 says the sword turned every way meaning the only two ways it could turn was to create a Z or a N. The first sword that guarded its path was revealed by the Captain of the Lord’s host before the Israelites conquered and possessed their first territory which was Jericho on the 7th day of their entry into the Promised Land. This captain was none other than Jesus because Joshua fell on his face and worshipped him. If the captain was an angel, then humans should not worship them at all – even the fallen angel which is Satan. This sword in his hand is also the key of the kingdom which was now placed in the hands of the Apostle Peter to guard the way to the Tree of Life. The Sator Square has the flame and the sword which represents the merging of the Old Testament and the New Testament as one under Jesus Christ.
Jesus said he was the “way, the truth, and the life. No man cometh unto the Father but by me.” Jesus was crucified on the tree and it has been memorialized in the midst of the Sator Square. Adam and Eve ate from the Tree of Knowledge and we must use the knowledge gained from their sin to be used to understand the hidden wisdom in the bible which leads us to Jesus - The Real Tree of Life. The Sator Square is the best tool to help anyone discover Jesus and find the pathway that he created which leads to everlasting life. Revelation 22:2 says “In the midst of the street and on either side of the river, was there the tree of life.” The ETZ tree in the midst of the Sator Square can definitely educate you as well as take you down the path that leads you to the center to an everlasting life with Jesus.
THE UNNOTICED ACT
For the Lord shall judge his people and repent himself for his servants, when he seeth that their power is gone, and there is none shut up, or left. And he shall say, Where are their gods, their rock in whom they trusted, which did eat the fat of their sacrifices, and drank the wine of their drink offerings? Deuteronomy 32:36-38
The image above shows the famous “Hooked X” symbol as it is applied to the Sator Square. This symbol was found on the Kensington Runestone that was found in Minnesota that was believed to have been created by Scandinavian Vikings. On the Sator Square, the hooked X symbol covers the letters R-E-P-N and T which can be used to spell the word repent. Is it possible that the hooked X on the Runestone is actually a marker used to memorialize the day that Christianity first arrived in America? I have read and watched a lot of stories about this stone and no one seems to know how this stone made it to America and what exactly does the hooked X on it symbolizes or represents. I would like to suggest that a scientist examine the stone and see if it matches one from Jerusalem, because it’s quite possible that the Kensington Runestone is actually a brick that was taken from the Jewish Temple and buried in America.
The opening scripture is in reference to a story in the Book of 2nd Kings 12 which is about a King named Joash who was also the 8th King of Jerusalem. One day during the 23rd year of his reign, he felt the temple needed repairing. He told his High Priest Jehoiada that the people were to now give their regular and special offerings to the Lord for a building repair fund to be used for the necessary repairs to the temple. The priest were instructed not to use the money received from the temple repair fund for themselves. From now on, this money was to bypass their hands and go directly into a special box designed to collect the money for the building repairs. However, the priest were still allowed to keep the guilt offerings and the sin offerings for themselves. So the priest set up a large chest for the people to directly deposit their regular and special offerings for the temple repair fund. Whenever this chest became filled with money, the chief financial secretary and the High Priest counted all the funds, placed the money in bags and gave it directly to the construction superintendents. Even though this money was counted, no accounting records were kept of the money given to the superintendents because they were considered honest and faithful men. The superintendents used the money to pay the carpenters, stonemasons, quarrymen, timber dealers, and stone merchants, as well as to purchase all the building materials needed for the repairs to the temple. King Joash truly favored the worship of God and observed all the Laws of the Torah, but he also supported the worship of other Gods and false idols.
During this time, King Hazael of Syria captured the city of Gath and then moved on to attack Jerusalem. To fend off his attack, King Joash tried to bribe Hazael to cease his plans to conquer Jerusalem by giving him ALL the sacred treasures from the temple and from the palace. The bible never mentions whatever happened to the Ark of the Covenant, but we do know that it was not placed inside of the 2nd Temple. Did King Joash also give away the Ark of the Covenant? What is known is that King Hazael accepted the sacred offerings from Joash and turned back from attacking Jerusalem.
Afterwards, God sent many prophets to King Joash to persuade him to stop serving those idol Gods. The High Priest Jehoiada died and was replaced by his son the Prophet Zechariah. This is the same Zechariah whose “ten men” prophesy I revealed earlier that was hidden inside the Sator Square. God instructed Zechariah to call a meeting before the people and to tell them why they are failing at everything they try to do. “God has forsaken them because they have forsaken their God.” Because Zechariah prophesied this to the people, King Joash had the people stone him to death. Some time later, Syria decides to attack Jerusalem and Judah again, this time conquering both and killing off all of their leaders, but leaving King Joash severely wounded. His remaining leaders, upset that they have now lost all of their sacred objects - including their Prophet - decide that it’s in their best interest to assassinate their dying King for authorizing the stoning of the High Priest Zechariah. After his assassination, King Joash was so despised by his citizens that they decided not to bury him in the Cemetery of the Kings, and his name was purposely left out of the genealogy of Jesus Christ by the Prophet Matthew.
I felt it was important to reflect on this story in order to hone in on an important fact that has been grossly overlooked for centuries. King Joash was raised and taught by the High Priest Jehoida, and when he died, King Joash repaid the love and loyalty that was bestowed upon him by his High Priest by killing his son Zechariah. Before the Prophet Zechariah was stoned to death, his dying words to God were “May the Lord see it, and take payment.” This repayment has been seen as being taken after King Joash was assassinated by his leaders, but Zechariah’s request to God was not directed only to King Joash, but also to the people. The people had forsaken the word spoken by the Prophet of God and only realized after he was dead, the man they put their faith and trust in as King had given the Syrians all their offerings and holy relics which were the sacrifices made by them and their ancestors. They realized that a tiny army such as Syria’s had invaded the Mighty Jerusalem and Judah and won. What seemed impossible became possible, and it was all due to the fact that they had forsaken their God. They realized the words of the Prophet Zechariah were true. And after realizing their terrible mistake, they then killed King Joash and returned to serving the Lord. Syria did not take over Jerusalem or Judah, God used them to murder all of the leaders of the people and to take all the remaining treasures that Joash did not give to them to prevent their first battle. However, God did allow Israel to remain in possession of the land that was promised to them. The bible doesn’t state exactly what treasures were taken from the temple, but it says King Joash gave the Syrians “all the gold in the treasuries of the Temple and the palace” which tells me they were also given whatever monies that was left over for the repair and/or future repairs of the temple. Zechariah’s prophesy to God was to “take payment.” So if God didn’t really take payment for the murder of his Prophet Zechariah from King Joash and the people of Israel when Syria invaded Jerusalem and Judah, then when did he decide to take payment?
Deuteronomy 32:35 says, “to me belongeth vengeance and recompense” which means God will deliver both punishment and reward. Jesus had been to Jerusalem many times in his life, but it was not until the final week leading up to his crucifixion that he decided to make a grand entrance and finally administer his punishment and his reward to Jerusalem. Before Jesus made his triumphant entry into Jerusalem riding on a donkey, which had never been sat on, the bible says he wept for Israel, then made an unexpected visit to the Temple to deliver both punishment and reward.
As the headlining verse of this chapter says, when God sees his people with their power gone, and there is none shut up or left, he will say “Where are their Gods, their rock in whom they trusted?” The God who ate their sacrifices and drank the wine of their offerings was now riding into town on a donkey. King Joash had given away all the precious artifacts and persuaded Israel to serve idol Gods. The Prophet Zechariah is slain for his testimony to the people warning them to stay true to the faith and so has John the Baptist, the one prophesied long ago as the “voice from the wilderness” by the Prophet Isaiah who would announce the arrival of the Messiah to Israel. Once God sees that John the Baptist, the prophet chosen to announce to all of Israel that now was the time to REPENT has been killed, and Israel has still has not fully returned back to God, he realized “there is none shut up or left” to warn them, so now is the time to collect payment.
When Jesus walked the earth, the Promised Land is now occupied by the Roman government. The Jews are prisoners in their own country. Jesus decided now was the time “for the Lord to judge his people and repent himself for his servants” because their power was indeed gone! Jesus’ triumphant entry fulfilled the prophesy which told of his arrival which said, “tell Jerusalem her King is coming to her, riding humbly on a donkey’s colt!”
In an earlier chapter, I told you that the number of Jesus and his father is represented by the number 8. The number 8 is special to the Jews. On the eight day, all children are dedicated to the Lord. 8 souls survived God’s wrath on Noah’s Ark, and so on and so forth. King Joash was the 8th King of Jerusalem, but because of his failure as king, his name was purposely stricken from the Book of Matthew in the genealogy of Jesus and he was also not buried in the burial plot that was reserved for the 8th King of Jerusalem in the Cemetery of the Kings. Why? Because the day Jesus rode in on a colt that had never been ridden, he was not only fulfilling a prophesy, but he was also fulfilling a position that was reserved for the 8th King of Jerusalem. Jesus didn’t walk into his position, he was carried into the city and placed in his position. After his ride into Jerusalem, Jesus went directly to the temple and pronounced punishment on the leaders of the Temple by driving out all of the merchants and knocking over the money changers tables and stalls of those selling doves. He reeducated the leaders about how the scriptures say that “my temple is a place of prayer, but you have turned it into a den of thieves.” The bible then goes on to say that the blind (those that couldn’t see) and the crippled (those that couldn’t walk) came to him and he stayed inside the temple and healed them. This healing was the reward that he brought with him to the place that he just minutes ago delivered punishment to. I believe the people he healed were not only the physically afflicted, but also included the entire nation of Jews who could not see or hear the voice of God. For the remaining week, Jesus returned to the temple daily and personally taught the people. Yes! He fast-tracked their education about what the temple was created for! He made everyone aware that the promised Messiah has come just as promised!
The day after Jesus kicked out the merchants and turned over the money tables, the chief priest questioned him to know on whose authority he had thrown out the merchants the day before. Jesus stated that he would tell them only if they would first answer his question, “Was John the Baptist sent from God or not?” The chief priest were terrified to answer truthfully and said “we don’t know” so Jesus refused to answer their question on whose authority he used to throw out the merchants. I guess he figured that if the Leaders of the House couldn’t see that he was the Messiah from those he healed, couldn’t hear that he was the Messiah from the lesson’s he taught, then they didn’t need to hear it directly from his mouth. The leaders of the church should be the first ones that are able to see and hear whether he was the Messiah or not, and if they weren’t, then they are either too lazy to figure it out for themselves or either too scared to be real leaders in the church. If the leaders can’t see that he’s the Messiah, then the people are in bad shape because there was no one left to announce his arrival. The one person who was prophesied to announce his arrival was killed and within one week they would have the Messiah killed off also.
Jesus’ question to the Priest was challenging them to reflect back to how they were presently treating God’s prophets today in relation to the time of Zechariah. King Joash refused to accept the word of God from Zechariah, so he had him killed. The people of Jesus’ time refused to accept the request to repent from John the Baptist, so he was also killed. Nothing had changed! God came as promised to install change to Israel in the body of Jesus Christ before it was too late and they would lose everything – even the promised land.
It was not until after the people realized they had lost everything that they decided to repent and assassinated King Joash, but by then, it was too late. Jesus’ question to them was to enable them to see that they were still behaving in the ways of the people during King Joash’s reign which was why the Promised Land was now being occupied and ruled by the Romans. Just as the people killed King Joash, the people would eventually kill King Jesus too. But in this case, the real 8th King of Jerusalem would finally be buried in the Promised Land, but unlike King Joash, King Jesus would not remain buried in the ground!
The Unnoticed Act I want to point out is when the Prophet Zechariah asked God to witness the sinful act committed by the people and to demand payment. And when Jesus was sacrificed, this request for payment was fulfilled when Judas accepted Jesus’ payment from the chief priest and willingly “repented himself for his servants” as a ransom for all those guilty of sin. Judas didn’t keep the money he received. He returned it to the priest and they used it to buy a field that would never be used again. I guess you can say that Jesus buried the debt that was owed.
Another act that has been overlooked is when Jesus rode into Jerusalem and overturned the moneychangers table, he officially stopped the temple from accepting anymore regular and special offering for the repairs of the church. That final week of his life, Jesus taught daily in the temple, so to me that says that as long as he was there, no more monetary offerings were accepted for the repairs of the church. He physically and spiritually took over all that was going on in the temple. And this is also why the church leaders conspired to have him killed.
Once Jesus was crucified, we learned that his body was used as an everlasting offering for the sin and guilt offerings of the people. Jesus officially stopped the people from bringing in any more regular and special offerings when he assumed control over the temple. After doing so, he then arranged for his treasurer, Judas (the one who kept the bag) to collect the offerings retained by the priest – which would be the guilt and sin offerings that they were free to use however they please as they were first instructed to from King Joash. So technically, the 30 pieces of silver the Priest used to pay Judas for his betrayal was actually the money that had been donated by the people. King Joash ordered that the regular and special offering money be given to the chief superintendents to pay the laborers and building materials of the temple. Jesus stopped those offerings that were made by the people and paid the remaining balance for the repairs eternally the day he died on the cross.
As we all know, Jesus is the High Priest, the chief superintendent and the head cornerstone of the church. This means he is all the laborers as well as all the building materials needed for the construction and repairs of his church which is the Third Temple. The 30 pieces of silver Judas collected was the payment collected that Zechariah asked the lord to collect before he was stoned to death. Jesus’ death on the cross permanently ended the need for all future blood sacrifices offered to God on behalf of the people and any repairs to the temple he constructed with his body.
And what’s truly unnoticed about this whole story is how the money the Priest gave to Judas as payment for services rendered was returned back to them to fulfill yet another prophesy which says, “Let his home become desolate with no one living in it” and “let his work be given to someone else to do.” These two prophesies were used by the disciples on the day they picked a replacement for Judas. Many have argued that it was not right for the disciples to pick a 12th disciple just days before the arrival of the Holy Spirit. I’m not going to get into a debate about whether that was wrong or right, or whether that prophesy applied to the replacement of Judas, but I would like to point out a major fact that has been overlooked is that this same prophesy which was applied for the selection of a new disciple and see how it can also be applied to the story of King Joash and King Jesus.
Who has heard or seen anything as strange as this? For in one day, suddenly, a nation, Israel, shall be born, even before the birth pains come. In a moment, just as Israel’s anguish starts, the baby is born; the nation begins. Isaiah 66:7-8 TLB
King Joash’s predestined burial home and final resting place as the 8th King of Jerusalem was assigned in the Cemetery of the Kings, however this resting spot has been vacated for ever – just as the prophesy first predicted it would be. The second part of that prophesy goes on to say “his work will be given to someone else to do.” To me, this someone else can also be viewed as none other than Jesus Christ. Jesus finished the work that King Joash initially set out to do – which was to make the repairs to the temple. This work was obviously left undone when King Joash gave all the gold from the temple treasury to King Hazael. Jesus assumed control of the work that was assigned by King Joash, as well taking his position among the Kings of Jerusalem by repairing all the damages Joash made within the church also. He also reclaimed the lost sacred objects that were lost such as the Ark of the Covenant, the Ten Commandments, the Golden Pot of Manna, and Aaron’s Budded Rod and placed them inside the Third Temple of the Sator Square where they can never be lost or stolen again.
King Joash started a repair fund for the temple because he saw that the people were still making sacrifices and burning incense on the hills around the city. He wanted them to bring their sacrifices into the temple as they were instructed to, but Jesus had a better plan than he did. Jesus had a plan that would eternally pay the temple repair fund with his death on the cross. This temple tax was still in place when Peter was asked why Jesus doesn’t pay the temple tax. Jesus asked Peter who do earthly kings collect tariffs or taxes from. Their sons are strangers? Peter answered “strangers” and Jesus told him “then the sons are free.” But because he did not want to offend them, he instructed Peter, the fisherman, to go out and do what he does best - to go fishing.
He was to cast a fishhook and take the first fish that he catches and take out a coin that was inside of the fish mouth and use that coin to pay the temple tax for the both of them. Jesus didn’t instruct Peter to seek out Judas and collect the money owed. He didn’t tell Peter to have a fish fry, bake sale, car wash, or church fundraiser to generate the money needed for the tax. Instead he sends his disciple out into another dimension, the water world, to collect the money needed. God is Lord of the heavens, earth, and seas. When he instructs Peter to collect money from the mouth of a fish, he is demonstrating to Peter that he can collect money from a different world, unthought of for support of the church. The money and sacrifices donated by the people would no longer be used to maintain the church because he had already dedicated his body as the source of payment needed to maintain it. The sacrifices collected now are for the healing of the people.
God’s plan was not just for the Jews in the city to have a place to bring their sacrifices, but his plan included people from every nation who were making sacrifices all around the world to come together for his namesake! Jesus cleverly orchestrated for the church to make payment for the “repairs” of his temple (the 30 pieces of silver) and give it to his “Christian” treasurer Judas. The money Judas accepted was blood money and only he was chosen to handle that kind of money. Jesus said he purposefully selected Judas because he was the devil. This explains why he did not want any of his other disciples to handle that money because they would become defiled. This was a job that was only possible by Judas, the Son of Destruction. Remember, God did not allow David to build his temple because he had too much blood on his hands. The same case can be made for why Judas was not allowed to build the church of Jesus along with the other 11 disciples.
It has been said that God works in mysterious ways, and the strange way that God decided to accept payment for the sins of his people was by showing love to them and paying the debt they owed on his own. God’s ways are not like man’s ways which is why man – without the holy spirit as a guide - has not been able to see and unlock the hidden mysteries of God that is clearly visible between the lines of the bible and memorialized inside the Sator Square.
MY REDEEMER LIVES!
For he taught his disciples, and said unto them, The Son of Man is delivered into the hands of men, and they shall kill him; and after that he is killed, he shall rise the third day. Mark 9:31
I’m going to begin this chapter by saying that the Apostle Paul is officially the 12th Apostle picked by Jesus. Jesus told his disciples that they will sit with him and judge the twelve tribes of Israel. Judas was of the original twelve members, but he failed to repent to Jesus in the end. Even though Matthew 27:3 points out that Judas “repented himself” for what he had done, it is highly unlikely that he is still included with the original twelve that will judge the twelve tribes up in heaven. Jesus knew Judas was going to “hang himself” and since he was a devil from the beginning, he knew that he was not ever going to repent of his sins to Jesus either. It’s probably why one of his last acts on the cross was the entrusted care of his mother to “the disciple whom he loved.” Proverbs 13:22 says “A good man leaveth an inheritance to his children’s children: the wealth of the sinner is laid up for the just.” Judas was the official treasurer for the disciples and one of the main functions of the early church recorded in the Book of Acts was the care for widows. Jesus essentially makes Judas a part of his family and made the care for widows his last act on the cross. By not repenting to Jesus while on the cross, Jesus transferred the wealth of the wicked – which was the wealth of Judas’ home and whatever monies that were leftover in the bag he carried - the property of The Virgin Mother Mary. Jesus was a good man and any money that remained in the bag that Judas carried, as well as any possessions acquired from the money he stole, were rightfully his and he simply transferred this property from Judas as an inheritance for his children’s children. Luke 1:28 shows the greeting the Angel Gabriel extended to Mary when he first visited her before Jesus’ birth as “Hail, thou that art highly favoured among women.” Jesus established a home for his widowed mother, who was highly favoured among women, as an inheritance that would last forever.
The actual home of the Virgin Mary is believed to be located in Turkey. This house is believed to be her final resting place until her death. The home was found using information which was revealed through a prophetic vision from a dying Nun. The Roman Catholic Church has never pronounced the authenticity of the house for lack of scientific evidence, however, several Popes have made visits to this home. The home is originally believed to be the home of the Apostle John, but I believe the Apostle John may have helped moved Mary to this home with the proceeds generated either from the sale of the former home of Judas or with leftover monies from the treasury. Mary’s home is now visited by thousands of people every year, primarily expectant mothers, who place their prayers and wishes on a shrine called the wishing wall. If this house is the actual home of Mary bought with the proceeds from the former home of Judas, then this place is proof that “the wealth of the wicked is given to the just” such as the Virgin Mary, who was definitely just and “highly favored” by God! If that is true, then that makes this not only the home of the Mother of God, but the inheritance of his children, and his children’s children which explains why many leave their prayer wishes on the wall.
I’m sure some will doubt that Jesus would send his mother to the home of Judas, but notice before doing so, he first made them family. This made Judas’ home the inheritance of his widowed mother. For those still doubting this act – stop! To quote Romans 11:33, “How unsearchable his judgments and untraceable his ways!” The human mind will never understand the ways of God. Jesus knows the heart and I believed he felt that while he was dying on the cross, Judas could easily have repented directly to him while he was on the cross, just as the repentant criminal had done. Jesus purposefully restored Peter after he was crucified, and he could have easily restored Judas before or after he was crucified. Jesus had the power to forgive all sins, and Judas knew this but he couldn’t confess his sins. As Jesus said, Judas was a devil so how could “Satan cast out Satan.” Judas role was already predestined and he could not stop the wheels in motion. He knew that Jesus must be invited into our lives before he grants us forgiveness and Judas failed to send an invitation. Whether he wanted to invite him or not, I don’t have the answer.
So I asked myself once again, “Why would Jesus ever include Judas as a Judge of the 12 tribes?” Jesus said Judas was a devil when he chose him and I believe he would never allow an “unrepentant” devil to judge the twelve tribes in heaven. Matthew 27:3 says that when Judas saw that he was condemned, he repented himself, and returned the 30 pieces of silver. As Deuteronomy 32:36 says, the Lord shall judge his people and repent himself for his servants. That means that the Lord could repent himself - not Judas! He didn’t repent to Jesus as he was taught over the last 3 years, instead he repented himself. So, will Judas be a judge up in heaven, I personally don’t see how he can ever do so.
Now, this is not to say that Judas will not be allowed into heaven, because only God knows that answer, but I believe just as Benoni was “redeemed” by his father Abraham and renamed Benjamin, Jesus picked Saul as his true 12th disciple and redeemed him on the road to Damascus. If you count all the names that were given to the 12 sons of Abraham, they would total 13. And if you count the names of the disciples handpicked by Jesus, they will total 13 also. The difference is that Jacob’s wives assigned the names of his 12 children, with Jacob redeeming the last one and giving him the 13th name assigned, Jesus chose 13 disciples, but his thirteenth and true 12th disciple was a redeemed choice. This means that the last or twelfth person of the Sons of Jacob and the Disciples of Jesus were both redeemed. Yes! Jesus is my redeemer as well as yours! And he redeemed us all by his blood.
And for this cause, he is the mediator of the New Testament that by means of death, for the redemption of the transgressions that were under the first testament, they which are called might receive the promise of eternal inheritance. Hebrews 9:15
In the Sator Square, by using the Ezekiel’s Wheel Method, you can see the blood of this redemption. The first shows that Jesus was murdered, by turning the letter E to an M, the letter P to a lower case p, to turning it into the letter d, and then reducing the letter N to a lower case n, then spinning it to become the letter u. These are all the letters that make up the word – MuRdEREd. But then it goes on to show that by using the same letters, the real reason why he allowed himself to be murdered in the first place.
For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world, but that the world through him might be saved. John 3:16
Using the same letters, which are the p, e, r, and n, you will create the word P-E-R-E-N-E which means “everlasting” in Latin. The word perene in the Sator Square can also create the S in Superman’s logo to symbolize the word everlasting. Jesus’ murder was so that all who believed that he died for our sins will have everlasting life with him! If you enclose this word with a diamond shaped border by connecting the letters T-A-O, which means “the way” you will create an exact replica of the Superman logo! The letter T’s mark the testimony of Jesus and the A’s and O’s states his claim as the Alpha and Omega. Combine the words PERENE and TAO, and you will get a diamond shaped design which symbolizes the Superman logo as “The Way to Everlasting Life” through Jesus Christ.
Did God actually control the creation of the Superman logo? Could the creator of this logo have been inspired by God to show that the way to everlasting life is by his son Jesus? There are coincidences, and then there are coincidences. This is no coincidence – this is real! In the story of Superman, Superman’s father sends his only son to earth, and in Christian theology, God sent his only son to earth also. Superman’s only weakness was kryptonite. If it was ever present around him, he would become weak and die. Jesus’ only weakness was for the love of his people. Superman needed his weakness to remain far away from him, but Jesus needs his weakness to remain close to him. To prove it, he allowed himself to be murdered for the love of the world, but he proved that even though he could be killed, he could not be completely exterminated! He died but he rose from the grave and proved that he is the real super man! Clark Kent lived in a world of comic books and television, but Jesus, the real superman was born on earth in Jerusalem. And if he proved that his words are true by rising from the grave, you had better believe that he will keep his word and return again some day. That’s why I say that the Sator Square is his visible proof to the world that he came, died and now lives forever with his father up in heaven! Yes, Jesus lives! And just as he promises,U will certainly have an opportunity to live an everlasting life with him also. Praise God and to him be the glory!
WE HAVE THIS HOPE AS AN ANCHOR
We have this hope as an anchor for our lives, safe, and secure. It enters the inner sanctuary behind the curtain. Jesus has entered there on our behalf as a forerunner, because he has become a high priest forever in the order of Melchizedek. Hebrews 6:19
The bible says that after waiting patiently, Abraham obtained the promise. God demonstrated his unchangeable purpose by guaranteeing the promise with an oath. Paul tells us to seize this hope God has set before us – which is an anchor of the soul, which entereth into that within the veil. “It enters the inner sanctuary behind the curtain. Jesus has entered there on our behalf as a forerunner, because he has become a priest forever in the order of Melchizedek” Hebrews 2:20
On the Sator Square, this anchor is displayed directly down the center covering all the testimonial markings of the gates to the north and south, which symbolizes the veil. It splits at the mark of the southern testimony and branches out to the A and O, reaching up to and clutching the east and west testimonial marks. The A and O are the markings of the alpha and omega and says that Jesus Christ is “the way” that Christians must follow.
This anchor represents a need to keep praying and to continually hold on to your faith and never give up. Prayer is the only weapon we have to fight against the devil, and if you don’t drop your anchor in the words of Jesus Christ, then you will possibly be carried off to some place you don’t want to go. Drop your anchor in Christ and remain planted in the faith regardless of whatever storms that may come up in your life.
BE YE THEREFORE READY ALSO
The thief cometh not, but to steal, and to kill, and to destroy: I am come that they might have life, and that they might have it more abundantly. John 10:10
The above passage refers to Adolph Hitler, the thief who came to steal, kill, and destroy the Kingdom of God. There have and will be many other Antichrists, but for now, I want to talk about this one. The symbol created above in the Sator Square is not the Nazi Swastika but is actually the Hindu Swastika, which literally means “to be good.” It is a religious symbol that is still widely used today by Hinduism, Buddhism, and Jainism. The word swastika means any lucky or auspicious object which is believed to bring future success. The earliest known swastika symbol discovered is believed to be over 10,000 years old which makes it far more older than the creation of the Nazi Party. In Jainism, it is the symbol of the seventh Tirthankara, who is a human being who helps in achieving liberation and enlightenment as an “Arihant” by destroying their soul-constraining karmas, by becoming a role-model and leader for those seeking spiritual guidance.
Hitler the Thief, STOLE their religious symbols and made them his own. He did not create this symbol, he simply stole their symbols, turned it ever so slightly, and made it his own. It was probably done so he could achieve some of this good fortune and luck to conquer the world. Of course, he did not receive this luck but instead received defeat. I said earlier that God is able to communicate in all signs and languages, including slang. Slang is words that may not be spelled correctly but out of the mouth, are understood and acceptable as words. The Hindu Swastika is in the Sator Square to show that this religious symbol was stolen by the THIEF who then used it to kill and to destroy millions. By tracing out its shape, it clearly reads (in slang) “Saten Roten” which translates to “Satan Rotten.” After that, the remaining letters are the letters A and O. Those letters represents the alpha and omega. By taking this design and turning it, Hitler was creating his own path as leader and setting himself up as the alpha and omega.
“But as for you, ye thought evil against me; but God meant it unto good, to bring to pass, as it is this day, to save much people alive. Genesis 50:20
Joseph said this statement to his brothers after they stole him away from the home of his father and sold him off to Egypt, but God provided a way out for Joseph to rise up to second in command over all the land. God did the same thing again for the world. If you follow the words SATEN and ROTEN on the Sator Square, you will notice that each word ends at the center letter, which is the letter N. Using the Ezekiel Wheel Method, this letter is also the letter U. Together, the letters U and N is the abbreviation for the United Nations.
Immediately after Hitler’s defeat, the world recognized that it needed an international organization to facilitate peace throughout the earth. The UN functions as a watch tower organization for the world to prevent the rise of another villain such as Hitler. Hitler came as close to ruling the world as any human being ever did, which is why I believe he was truly the Antichrist prophesied to come.
German Rune Symbol Jesus Fish
German Flying Cross Knights Templar
Hitler stole many religious symbols and made them his own. He not only stole the Hindu Swastika, but he stole the Knights Templar’s Cross and called it the German Flying Cross. He also stole the Jesus Fish symbol and called it the German Rune symbol. Surprisingly, when turned 45 degrees to the left of the Sator Square, the German Rune symbol uses the same letters as the Nazi Swastika in the Sator Square to create the word “Saten Roten.” Different symbol, same meaning.
In one of the earlier chapters about the Knights Templars, I stated that the cross on their chest spelled the word atone, but that was before I explained the Ezekiel Wheel Method. By using this method, you can also create the letter M just by turning the letter E. When added to the other alphabets that make up the word atone, you can also create the word atonement.
The Sator Square reveals both good and evil, and Hitler tried to conquer both. The Sator Square shows us that Saten is Roten, which when spoken in English can be termed as Satan is Rotten. The spelling in the Sator Square actually symbolizes how Satan is rotten in German which hints to Hitler’s nationality as the thief forewarned by Jesus that would come to steal, kill, and destroy.
Paul wrote that “the day of the Lord so cometh as a thief in the night” so to be prepared. Why so much talk about a thief? Well, when a thief strikes while you are sleeping, several hours will pass by before you realize that you have been robbed. Jesus and Paul are letting you know that you won’t recognize the thief when he first shows up, so they are helping you solve the mystery afterwards. As in the case with Hitler, several decades have passed before we realized that he was the Antichrist that came to take over the world. In 1938, Hitler was chosen as Time Magazine’s Man of the Year, the same year he also invaded Austria. This is the year that this Antichrist started his plans for a New World Order to take over the world. While the thief’s plan was in action, the world slept. Within 2 years, he occupied most of Europe and North Africa – 2 of the world’s 7 continents. Meanwhile, his Japanese allies in Asia were fighting to conquer the United States in North America. If Hitler’s plans had succeed on these three continents, the remaining 4 continents would have been easily won for him and he would have became supreme leader of the world.
To understand a thief, you must think like a thief. Why would Hitler want to possess the world? Why not be happy as dictator of Germany? Because, that’s what your average dictator would do, but if you are the Antichrist, your goal is the world, because as David says in Psalm 24:1, “the earth and everything in it, the world and its inhabitants, belong to the Lord.” Hitler revealed he was the antichrist when he fought against the world and tried to steal every religious image and symbol that he could. His only love was to succeed. He took teenage boys and teenage girls and had them fornicate with each other to create an Aryan Baby-Making Factory. By taking them away from their real parents, he became their Father on earth. God promised to separate his believers from unbelievers, and Hitler did that very thing with the Jews. Within 4 years, he exterminated over 6 million of them. Across the world, a total of 50-85 million people died as a result of Hitler’s quest to rule the world. Why didn’t the world see beforehand that this “Man of the Year” would also be the same man capable of causing so much blood shed within a six year time span?
That’s because Hitler fulfilled a prophesy that said he would be the Great Deceiver who would come and be embraced by all. When Jesus died, they nailed a plaque over his head as King of the Jews. In 1938, Time Magazine declared Hitler Man of 1938. The Antichrist was crowned Man of Hate. But why in the year Thirty-eight? Hmmm? The three represents the image of Christians whose lives are modeled after Christ, and the number 8 represents an eternal life with the Father and the Son in heaven. Jesus was crowned King “as you say” and so was Hitler. Jesus was crowned as the Christ, and Hitler as the Antichrist - Man of the Year.
When I look at old Nazi photos, I see the Sator Square proudly on his arm and throughout the city, yet turned ever so slightly. When you see its positioning, you would assume it’s the Sator Square turned 45 degrees in a clock-wise motion, but knowing what I know about the Sator Square, and the Sacred Heart of Jesus that it possesses containing the followers of Christ whose hearts are turned up towards him, I see that Hitler actually turned the emblem 45 degrees counter-clockwise. By turning it that way, the two hearts of the Sator Square which showed those whose hearts are turned to God and those that are turned away from God, Hitler positioned the hearts going straight across, going east to west, which to me shows he was moving the world “away” from God.
It’s rumored that Hitler committed suicide at 15:15 on April 30th, 1945. 15:15 is actually 3:15pm. On a clock with “hands and minutes” both hands of the clock would be pointing to the east. This means Hitler exited from the world, which is the Kingdom of God, through the east gate. The east gate is the “Lord Only” entrance to the sanctuary. Because the Lord entered through it, God said that it will remain closed also. Jesus said that “anyone who doesn’t enter the sheep pen by the door, but climbs in some other way is a thief and a robber.” Hitler was a thief and a robber and entered God’s tabernacle by some other way. That other way was by stealing the Hindu Swastika represented in the Sator Square and making it his own. Somehow he learned the secrets about the Sator Square and used it to enter into God’s kingdom to deceive the world. He almost succeeded because he knew what nobody else seemed to know that a physical temple was not needed to announce his intentions to rule the world. He knew that it is the people that makes up the real temple of God. He stood in the midst of these “living stones” of God’s temple in Europe and declared himself God and Savior of the Third Reich, or should I say the Third Temple. Knowing what I now know about the Sator Square and the Nazi Swastika, I can only see Hitler as the Antichrist when I watch the History Channel among throngs of Nazi Supporters. I see that he took a holy symbol and made it represent the Third Reich. He tried to use this same symbol to enter into the east gate of the temple but was denied entry. I thank God for the generation that stood up to this Antichrist and won and pray that we are able to defeat the next Antichrist that tries to conquer the world again.
The Sator Square is the Third Temple which prophesy’s says would be in existence when the Antichrist comes. Amid thousands of loyal supporters who also wore Sator Square Swastikas on their arm, Hitler presented himself within the temple of God’s living stones and declared himself the Savior. He even made the little school children sing songs calling him the savior in their schools. Hitler was not the first Antichrist, and he will not be the last. I would like to point out that it was not until after the war that the world set up an international “watchtower” to watch out for future antichrist like Hitler. I believe that before the world gets “robbed” again of another 85 million more living stones by another Antichrist, Christianity should establish a 24 hour watch system for the return of Jesus and the next Antichrist.
Jesus said he will also return like a thief in the night. Jesus’ first visit to the world was similar to that of a thief. He was born in Bethlehem and no one in the city knew it. The only people who knew of his birth, besides his parents, were the shepherds and wise men who lived outside of the city. Only those on the outside looking in were able to recognize that the Savior had come, but now that he has come and gone, it is now time for those on the inside to wake up and start looking outside their inner circle for his return. Just as the Apostle Paul found common ground with Jews, Gentiles, and heathens alike, we also must find the common ground that binds us all together and makes us precious in the sight of Jesus. And the common ground that we all can share is love.
Love caused God to send his Son into the world. Love caused his Son to die for the sins of the world, and if we are to become a unified world, then love is the common ground that will connect us all. Multiple religions will not get us there. Praying to the north or south won’t get us there. Worshipping on Saturday or Sunday won’t get us there either. Love is the only thing that will get us there. And that’s the love of our friends and our enemies! It’s only by following the example of Jesus that will bring us all together upon a common ground or foundation built upon love. And I believe we should all start with a personal and private Sator Square of our own.
In the Book of Genesis, Abraham saw 3 complete strangers and ran out to greet them. He gave them the best food and drink that he had to offer. What’s completely been overlooked during his show of hospitality to them all was that he entertained them underneath a tree! Yes! Abraham entertained the Lord God Almighty underneath a tree which was located right next to his home, which was a tent! I then asked myself, Why? Could it have been because he had religious objects in his home which signified his faith and since he did not know his guest, or even dared to ask them, he simply entertained them outside? It’s quite possible because afterwards, God blesses Abraham and marks him as one of his own. And the mark that he gave him which identified him as God’s property was on his most inner and private part of his body.
This means that religion is something that should be personal and private between you and your God. Not to be shared with every stranger you meet in your life. Jesus even instructed his disciples when he sent out “The Seventy” to not speak to strangers as they traveled along their appointed destination. Religion is only necessary to people that need it. It should not be used as a conversation starter. It’s personal, it’s private, and it’s holy.
This mark of circumcision was only known to those Abraham wanted to expose it to, primarily his wife, his loved ones, and his employees. After the rape of his daughter Dinah, we see the first time he revealed this mark of his and all the males of his clan to the father of the man who raped his daughter. When the father asked Abraham if his son could now marry Abraham’s daughter and make her his wife, Abraham agrees, but only if his son would be willing to also accept his God as their God by receiving the same mark that he and his sons shared. Like I said before, this is the first time we see where he told others that he was marked as God’s property and that’s also how I believe God wants us to share the Sator Square - as a private mark that makes us all his. Abraham shared his religion with his family and staff, which means we also should share our religion with our family and coworkers on a need to know basis. But the love of God and his people should be shared with everyone we meet.
Now, let me deviate a little bit and focus in closer on Abraham’s nephew Lot who was considered a just and righteous man, but also proved to be a complete failure of everything he learned from his Uncle Abraham. When the two angels entered Sodom, Lot was there to greet the visitors and welcome them into his home just as Abraham had done, but greeting visitors seems to be the only thing Lot learned from Abraham. Abraham prayed directly to God 5 times to spare Sodom and Gomorrah if only 10 people were found to be holy in the cities. Lot wasn’t able to save a single soul outside of his immediate family, neither did he pray for any one in the city, and he eventually lost his wife as he escaped from the city. Lot was not able to save his two son-in-laws or any person that worked for him back when he was with Abraham. Lot was just as rich as Abraham, but whereas Abraham was able to teach and share his religion with all who lived and worked for him, Lot was not able to teach or share his religion with anyone in the entire city. Which makes me wonder, “Why was Lot living in the city anyway?” Is the story of Lot the story about recognizing “doers of the word vs. hearers of the word?”
Lot lived in Sodom strictly because he wanted to make money. He was not forced to live there. The Apostle Peter says it “vexed” Lot to live in Sodom, but instead of changing the culture, he simply conformed within it. Sharing his religion with others, even his immediate family was never part of his agenda. It seems he was only welcoming the Angels at the gate because it gave him a good image within the community, but in the end, no one respected him or what his kindness to strangers represented anyway. When the men of the city wanted to take the Angels and rape them, instead of fighting for what was his as Abraham had did earlier for him, Lot willing promises to let them have his two virgin daughters that were already engaged to be married! Marriages in those days were prearranged, so technically, Lot gave their fiancées his blessing, but then went back on his word and was willing to give away his promised daughters to strange and violent men even though they were already spoken for. This shows me that Lot’s righteous character and his word didn’t mean anything to anyone but himself, and the Angel’s knew it.
After the Angels led Lot to safety, his wife is turned into a pillar of salt, and his two daughters’ devise a scheme to get their Father drunk so that they could mate with him. Where did they learn this ungodly trick from? Sodom? Gomorrah? Certainly not while living with Abraham. What I find strange about the whole thing is not just how they tricked their Father, but the fact that they didn’t even know that their Father’s relatives still existed. Abraham had his house servant find his son Isaac a wife in his relative’s hometown. Why didn’t Lot’s daughters also know about these relatives and asked their Father to move over there so that they could find husbands to mate with? Why didn’t Lot suggest this when he was sober? Why didn’t he at least return back to where Abraham was staying? The bible says Abraham saw the smoke from the destruction of Sodom and Gomorrah so this means he was close by. This shows me that God was angry with all three of them for their lack of communication and allowed them to procreate, because by doing so, the offspring of their unions gave birth to the Moabites and the Ammonites. The birth of these two children gave rise to the two nations that would battle with the Nation of Israel for generations to come. Lot didn’t seek advice from God or Abraham, and his daughters didn’t seek information from their father Lot. This shows me the exact moment God decided that his people needed him for spiritual guidance and wisdom. The people needed someone whom they could turn to whenever they were lost in judgment, which is the reason why Jesus was sent to be both king and priest forever for the people.
In Ezekiel’s vision of the temple, he described that on three sides of the temple were about 90 small rooms that concealed much of the temple from public view. That’s because the temple is meant as a place for worship and not as a building to impress others. To admire the temple as a stand alone building seems impossible with the three sides blocked from view. Only one side of the building could be seen without obstructions, similar to the human face. The back and the sides of the head is covered with hair, but the front is clear of obstructions. This also reminds me of Ezekiel’s vision of a man who had a lion on one side of his face, a bull on the other side, and an eagle on the back. On the outside, Abraham was an average man, but inside the temple of his body, he was holy and was marked as such.
The Sator Square doesn’t say I’m Jewish, Baptist, Catholic, Hindu, or Mormon. It says I’m a believer of God and Jesus Christ. It says I will love the Lord with all my heart, soul, mind and strength and that I will love my neighbor as myself. My neighbor is classified as anyone that I show mercy too. This includes the homeless man on the corner on up to the little old lady with a flat tire. Anyone and everyone is included! Even our enemies. This is why we must set up a watch to observe who tries to enter into the New City. In Ezekiel’s vision, there are guards at the temples inner area. These guards only allow the priest to enter in through their gates. Since we are all priest in the Third Temple, we must be careful not to lose this temple as it was almost done in World War II. We must stay alert at all times and suspect anyone and everyone from the top on down, or else history will repeat itself again.
During World War II, The Third Temple was almost overtaken by the Third Reich. In 1936, Hitler entertained all nations of the world at the Olympic Games. Black athletes who were enduring harsh racism back in the United States even mentioned that they felt they were treated better in Germany than in America. By 1938, even though he was hated, he was still respected and honored as Man of the Year. Hitler, the most famous Antichrist the world has seen to date, managed to fool the entire world with love. He even quoted Jesus in many of his speeches, but I’m not surprised. Jesus proved during his time on earth that demons bowed down to him and obeyed his every command to exit a person or to be quiet.
The bible also tells a story about a former sorcerer named Simon who wanted to pay the disciples to teach him how to heal by the Holy Spirit. He was then rebuked by the disciples for trying to obtain the gift of God with money. This guy repented of his sin to the disciples but I believe just as this guy Simon tried to figure out a way to buy his way into God’s kingdom, many other Antichrist have tried and succeeded at it just like Hitler. Love is the true way in and it cost nothing to achieve. Love also makes it very easy for others to be deceived. That’s why I believe that by having all faiths peep from the doors of their tent, or tabernacles like our Father Abraham, we can greet all that pass by and show love and respect to them and also inform other faiths about deceivers lurking in the community. Even though we know God is returning to pronounce punishment on all sinners as he did to the cities of Sodom and Gomorrah, we still must pray for their souls just as Abraham did before God’s judgment is cast and it becomes too late. We can’t get confused and just run away - leaving them to their faith the same way that Lot did.
THE GOOD SHEPHERD
AND HIS PRAYER
I am the good shepherd. The good shepherd lays down his life for the sheep. But he that is an hireling, and not the shepherd, whose own the sheep are not, seeth the wolf coming, and leaveth the sheep, and fleeth; and the wolf catches them, and scattereth the sheep. The hireling fleeth, because he is a hireling, and careth not for the sheep. I am the good shepherd and know my sheep, and am known of mine. As the Father knoweth me, even so know I the Father; and I lay down my life for the sheep. And other sheep I have, which are not of this fold; them also I must bring, and they shall hear my voice and there shall be one fold and one shepherd. John 10:11-16
This verse describes Jesus as the good shepherd who would lay down his life for his sheep. It speaks of his plans to lay down his life so that his sheep outside the folds, or gates may have a right to enter into his kingdom.
The sheep inside the fold are God’s chosen people symbolized by the letter N at the center of the Sator Square. The 4 letter E’s are positioned to represent the gates to enter inside the folds. The 6 alphabets that remain are the letters P, A, S, T, O, and R which spells pastor. This “pastor” represents the areas outside the folds where the sheep are who will be able to hear God’s voice. Notice that it covers all the areas across the entire Sator Square which makes up the entire world.
This passage of scripture also speaks of the antichrist who doesn’t love the sheep. He only desires to keep the sheep away from Jesus, but as soon as he sees the wolf coming, he flees. I just spoke of how Hitler was an antichrist. He held on to the sheep in Germany as long as he could. He held on until the last minute when the wolf, or Red Army, invaded the city. He escaped captivity by taking his own life.
The word Pastor is actually a Latin word meaning shepherd. By marking all the letters that make up this word, you will be left with the letters E and N, which makes a cross directly in the center of the Sator Square. This shows that Jesus gave his life on the cross so that all who believe in him may be able to enter through the gates (E) and enter into the kingdom (N). “Blessed are those who wash their robes, so that they may have the right to the tree of life and may enter the city by the gates.” Revelation 22:14.
The Pastor flag is very similar to the Swiss national flag. The Cross on the Swiss Flag resembles the images of the gates created on the Shepherds Flag. It’s rumored that the Swiss banking system was established by the Knights Templars. I admit that the color and design of it does seem to symbolize the pastor flag as a way into the gates of heaven through the sacrifice made by the blood of Jesus.
The Paternoster Prayer
Our Father which art in heaven, Hallowed be thy name. Thy kingdom come. Thy will be done on earth as it is in heaven. Give us this day our daily bread. And forgive us our debts, as we forgive our debtors. And lead us not into temptation, but deliver us from evil. For thine is the kingdom, and the power, and the glory, for ever. Amen. Matthew 6:9-13
The image above is called the Paternoster. It means “Our Father” in Latin which are the first two words of the Lord’s Prayer. It was created by unlocking all of the letters of the Sator Square to create a diagram of the cross. The remaining 4 letter are two letter A’s and two letter O’s. They are left over to represent Jesus as the alpha and omega – the beginning and the end – as referenced in the Book of Revelation. They are also placed on the level of the 4 letter T just as they are arranged on the Sator Square to represent Jesus as “the way” or the Tao.
This image was first created sometime in the 18th Century. But it was my discovery of it which lead me to understand that the Sator Square could be unlocked to create many other images. I knew that it had to contain more than the first two letters of the Lord’s Prayer, and boy was I right! I included this image because it is the only one historians have been able to create from the Sator Square. The rest of the images contained in this book are mine, but this is the first image that I saw online on August 4th, 2012 that inspired me to see the Sator Square as a lock and attempt to unlock any of the remaining images it contained.
WE MUST ALL BEAR OUR OWN CROSS
And as they led him away, they laid hold upon one Simon, a Cyrenian, coming out of the country, and on him they laid the cross, that he might bear it after Jesus. Luke 23:26
The town of Cyrene is an ancient Greek and Roman city near present day Libya. A neighboring City of Cyrene is called Oea. It was named in the 7th Century BC by the Phoenicians. Oea is the former name of the city of Tripoli, which is the largest city in Libya. The name Tripoli means three cities and was referred to as the “Bride of the Sea.” As Oea, the city was once ruled by Cyrene, which was a Greek colony to the east. So, one day back in time, Oea was once a part of Cyrene and Cyrene was once a part of Oea. So, it’s also safe to say that the verse about the man named Simon of Cyrene who had to bear the cross of Jesus could also be called Simon of Oea, right?
In the opening verse, it says that when Jesus was carrying his cross, the Roman guards that were leading him to his crucifixion compelled a man named Simon who was a Cyrenian, to carry his cross. This story is also documented at Matthew 27:32 and Mark 15:21. By tracing the letters O-E-A in the Sator Square in red, it reveals a red X which makes a target mark over the TENET cross of Jesus. The word tenet is traced in yellow. Combined, it shows a memorial of the man who first bared the cross of Jesus. This man was Simon of Oea.
Luke 14:27 shows where Jesus says “And whosoever doth not bear his cross, and come after me, cannot be my disciple.” This symbol is meant to serve as a representation of the cross we all must bear if we truly consider ourselves to be true followers of Jesus. It covers a great proportion of the Sator Square, leaving out the letter R and S that is positioned in the corner. I feel that those two letters combined with this symbol represent Matthew 26:28 where Jesus says, “For this my blood of the new testament, which is shed for many for the remission of sins.” To bear your cross, you must believe that Jesus did indeed die on the cross for the remission of your sins. In Luke 24:47, Jesus also says to his disciples that “repentance and remission of sins should be preached in his name among all nations beginning at Jerusalem.” At the center of the target is the letter N which also represents Israel and the city of Jerusalem. To be a disciple of Jesus, one must preach that salvation is of the Jews and every disciple of Jesus must bear his own cross. There are no exceptions allowed.
THE DIVINE REVELATION
After this I looked, and behold, a door was opened in heaven and the first voice which I heard was as it were of a trumpet talking with me which said, Come up hither, and I will shew thee things which must be hereafter. Revelations 4:1
The image above is of the Apostle John who sees an open door at the top of a stairway in the Book of Revelation 4:1. By tracing out the letters O-P-E-N, I created a stairway on the Sator Square. The letter R represents the revelations John made beginning from the open door. In the Egyptian language, the letters mdw-ntr is a technical term for a “divine revelation” which literally means the word of God or divine decree. The letters mdw is also Egyptian for the word staff or rod, and also means to speak. Ironically, these 6 letters meaning divine revelation also represent the same symbol created from the voice from the wilderness and the first sermon preached by Jesus, which was to repent. But there is also another revelation which applies to this symbol and that is during the time that Jesus was born and Herod began a search to find him and destroy him. God revealed to Joseph in a dream that he must flee to Egypt and stay there until he was told to leave. Years later, after Herod dies, God tells Joseph to return to Nazareth. This return was said to have fulfilled a prophesy mentioned in Matthew 2:15, “Out of Egypt I called My Son.” And in the Sator Square, God’s Call for his Son out of Egypt is also memorialized in the same image as that of John the Baptist and Jesus Christ’s call for us all to repent.
And he came and dwelt in a city called Nazareth; that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by the prophets. He shall be called a Nazarene. Matthew 2:23
The above scripture and picture shows how Jesus is the chosen one. By using the Ezekiel Wheel Method, the letter N can be duplicated to create the letter Z, which is used in this design from the letters A-R-E-N & Z to create the word Nazarene. The funny thing about this design is that it is also in the shape and angled position of a Jewish Mezuzah which Moses instructed the Israelites to place on their doors and gates to all Jewish homes to remind them of all of God’s laws.
The mezuzah is a piece of parchment inscribed with Deuteronomy 6:4-9 contained inside of a decorative case. It is required to be hung in an angled position because the priest were unsure whether it should be displayed in a top-to-bottom or left-to-right position, so they decided to have it displayed in an angled position to appease everyone. It is sometimes referred to as the “Jewish Security System” because it is a symbol of God’s watchful care over the home. In the Sator Square, Jesus the “Nazarene” replaced the need of a set of laws that told you how you should behave in your home and in public, by the life he lived on the earth. His righteous life serves as a constant reminder of how to respect others we meet in our daily lives.
The word Nazarene also memorializes the birth of Jesus that was recognized in the stars by the watchful eyes of the wise men from the east who traveled from afar to see “he that is born King of the Jews?” The diagram below shows how the space used to spell the word Nazarene can create Baby Jesus laying in a manger. The next illustration shows how Jesus is the Bread of Heaven which fell to earth the day he was born in a manger. The letters surrounding the “Nazarene” make up the words oro pots which means golden pots. This means Jesus is the second pot which contained the manna which fell down from heaven.
The other Divine Revelation I want to make right now is about all the contents that were inside of the Ark of the Covenant. In the Tent of Meeting, the ark contained the Golden Pot of Manna, Aaron’s Rod, and the Ten Commandments, and was covered by the Cherubim on top to make up the Mercy Seat where God would meet with the priest who came before him. When Solomon constructed the temple, the only contents which were inside of the Ark of the Covenant were the Ten Commandments. The items missing inside were Aaron’s Rod and the Golden Pot of Manna.
After the Second Temple was constructed, there is no mention of the Ark of the Covenant, or the contents that were contained inside of it being placed inside of the tabernacle. This means that the closer the time came to Jesus’ birth, the ark and its contents were vanishing little by little until they were completely gone. It’s like God was using all those items as training wheels to train the Israelites how to serve him. The closer the time came for the Messiah to come, the “training wheels” vanished one-by-one until they were no more by the time that baby Jesus was born.
Jeremiah 3:16 says the ark of the covenant “will never come to mind and no one will remember or miss it. It will never again be made. At that time Jerusalem will be called Yahweh’s Throne, and all the nations will be gathered to it, to the name of Yahweh in Jerusalem.” This divine prophesy is also memorialized within the Sator Square. The letter N symbolizes Jerusalem and the Throne of God! It says in those days, Jerusalem will be called Yahweh’s Throne and all the nations will be gathered to it. David’s true intentions for building the Temple were to build a house where the name of God would be exalted inside for ever. What has been overlooked is the question and answer given directly from God to David. 2 Samuel 7:5 shows where he instructs his Prophet Nathan to ask David, “Are you to build a house for me to live in?” Verse 11 shows where he then answers the same question he posed to David and says, “The Lord declares to you; The Lord himself will make a house for you.” “I will raise up after you your descendant who will come from your body, and I WILL ESTABLISH HIS KINGDOM.”
David felt it was not right that he lived in a cedar house and the Lord’s Ark dwelled inside the tent behind the curtains. But God allowed him to attempt to construct an earthly temple designed in the form of the Divine Man. That divine man was Jesus Christ. God allowed David’s son Solomon to construct the temple, but by the time it is completed, the rod and manna is missing. Later, this temple is destroyed and rebuilt, but this time, it is a shell of its former self. Gone now are the commandments, the rod, the ark and the mercy seat where God spoke to the Priest. In the Book of Judges, it “silentifically” ends by describing an era when all the articles I just referred to dwelled with the people, but they still didn’t listen to God. “In those days there was no king in Israel; everyone did whatever he wanted.” God eventually gives them a King, and now they would end up losing the Ark and all of its contents, including the temple. God enabled David to prepare for a house that would make his name great. He did not allow David to build the actual place for him to live in because that place had already been established the first day he made Adam and breathed his spirit into his body. God never allowed David to build a home for him, because that is impossible for a mere man to do. To build a house for God to live in is similar to creating another Ark for his spirit to live in. The Ark was symbolized as the Spirit of God which dwelled only with the Israelites and not the rest of the world. As the people moved, it moved. As long as the people had the Ark, they had 100% of the Spirit of the Lord Almighty. After they built the temple, God began to transition his presence with the Jews to the rest of the nations around the world and to begin to build them up so that the world, not just the Israelites, would see and receive his Son Jesus Christ. By the time the Israelites lose the Ark and all of its contents, they are not able to properly defend themselves and are now prisoners inside of their own land.
Actually, it was all over by the time of the “Handwriting on the Wall” mentioned in the Book of Daniel. Daniel 5 tells of how King Belshazzar held a great feast for his friends. It tells how he took the remaining gold and silver vessels from the Temple in Jerusalem and drank wine from them with his guest in honor of their idol gods. This act of disrespect showed when God felt the time for Jesus to show up has begun and he starts to write the first sign of his arrival to the world.
The ark, the rod, the bread, and the mercy seat are no more. All that is left is the silver bowls and cups. That was it – God had enough. The world, not just the Jews needed a King and a Savior. The Hand of God began to write on the king’s palace walls that the days of this world without a Messiah have been numbered and found lacking. The time to start dividing the kingdom will begin, starting at the House of Belshazzar. By night fall, Belshazzar is killed and the wheels are now in motion – literally! Across town, the Prophet Ezekiel has envisioned a live action version of the Sator Square which showed him the Throne of God surrounded by the Glory of his people around the world. A vision of a people that would serve God from wherever they were - no matter how high or how low - regardless of whatever stumbling blocks or obstacles are in their way.
All articles dedicated to the Lord are holy. When God destroyed Korah during his rebellion with Moses and Aaron, he had Aaron’s son Eleazar to remove the fire pans from their burning bodies and to recycle them. These articles of gold were to be restored and hammered into sheets as plating before the altar. After that, Aaron and the 11 other tribal leaders of Israel were to place their staffs in front of the testimony inside the tent of meeting over night. The tribal leader whose staff budded would be the leading priest of the Israelites. The next day, Aaron’s staff was the only one that budded almonds which meant that he was the Chief Priest of the Israelites.
Looking at these two stories, we have one story that deals with gold that has been hammered and used to cover the altar, and another story that deals with God writing with his finger on a wall. The spirit reveals to me that this finger is also the Rod of God.
Take some of the bull’s blood and apply it to the horns of the altar with your finger; then pour out all the rest of the blood at the base of the altar. Exodus 29:12
During the days of Moses, the priest was to take the blood from the sacrifice and apply it to the horns of the altar with his finger then pour out the rest at the base of the altar. In Ezekiel’s vision of the temple and its altar, God instructs him to apply the blood “to the four horns of the altar, the four corners of the ledge, and all around the rim. In this way, you will purify the altar and make atonement for it.” That’s it! God’s finger is the Rod of Iron mentioned in the bible. The Rod of Iron is the scepter that Jesus’ will use to drive out demons and lead you to the coming Kingdom of God. In the Kingdom, Jesus will be both King and Priest to us all. The Sator Square shows that he embodies everything missing from the tent of meeting, the bread of heaven, the ten commandments, Aaron’s rod, the golden altar, the censers, and the mercy seat. That’s why his throne is now called the Throne of Grace, where we can now obtain mercy and grace in our time of need. His throne room is the new Holy of Holies in the temple. The merging of God as King and Priest has been completed.
Aaron’s rod budded almonds overnight. Inside the shell, the fruit of the almond is called the drupe. Shelling an almond means removing the shell to reveal the seed inside. The almonds which budded on Aaron’s rod were revealed to be sweet on one side and bitter on the other. I decided to look further into the definitions of the words sweet and bitter so that I could completely understand the hidden message that really blossomed overnight from Aaron’s rod. The word sweet is defined as pleasant to the taste, and the word bitter is described as unpleasant to the taste. Combine the two words and you have the word bittersweet. This word means pleasure with pain, similar to the rule of a King.
In the Hebrew Bible, the almond is considered as a symbol of watchfulness, since the tribes all watched overnight to see this great thing God would do. Inside the Sator Square, you can form the bittersweet fruit from God’s rule by rotating the letter P to a d, and then changing the letter N to a lower case letter n, then rotating the letter n to a letter u. This spells d-R-u-P-E. What’s remarkable about these letters is that they can represent the word perene (everlasting), the spot on the cross where Christ was murdered, and that he is the seed which redeemed us all! By personally accepting his rule over our lives means that we also believe that he gave his life voluntarily to redeem us from sin, so that we will not die a second death, but enjoy an everlasting life with him in heaven. By accepting this drupe, or seed in our lives, we accept that Jesus is the branch or vine which is connected to our hearts and will grow across the world as we spread the gospel to others.
And he shall rule them with a rod of iron; as the vessels of a potter shall they be broken to shivers; even as I received my Father. Revelation 2:27
In plain English, this means that he will rule us with the power given him from his father with bittersweet judgment from his rod and that we will be broken and put through the fire just like he has. Revelation 19:15 says, “and out of his mouth goeth a sharp sword that with it he should smite the nations; and he shall rule them with a rod of iron.” He will crack each of us like walnuts and determine if we are in need of a sweet or bitter judgment. Jesus commands us to follow his laws which will make us all pleasantly sweet to his liking. The fact that he will rule over the broken pottery means he will separate the families - mother from daughter, father from son - and pick out the good pieces that he desires.
“All the nations will be gathered before him and he will separate them one from another, just as a shepherd separates the sheep from the goats.” Matthew 25:32
The veil of the temple which led to the Holy of Holies was really the last thing remaining from the Second Temple that blocked the way to God. It was ripped from top to bottom the day Jesus was crucified on the cross. Just as the veil was ripped, the spirit tells me to rip all the letters that represent the path that leads to Jesus. These letters are N-E-T- or T-E-N which extends towards the 4 corners of the earth. This will show how each Christian that embodies the “Love Thy Neighbor” symbol revealed earlier will make their journey into the kingdom. Directly down a path made up of love.
Jesus Commissions The Seventy
After this, the Lord appointed 70 others, and he sent them ahead of him in pairs to every town and place where he himself was about to go. Luke 10:1
The letter T is to be split down the center, then turned 180 degrees to create the letter L. The letter E is to be twisted 90 degrees to create the letter W. This letter is to be split down the center to create the letter U. The letter N is to be split at a 45 degree angle to create the letter V. What you end up afterwards is the letters L-U-V! This shows that the TEN Commandments were created so that they could usher the Israelites to the Messiah in love! Jesus dying on the NET cross for the sins of the world was done out of love.
The Kingdom of Heaven is “like unto a net” which means the journey from earth to heaven is a journey built upon love and respect for your fellow man. This image also represents when Jesus sent 70 of his disciples ahead of him - two by two - into cities that he eventually planned to travel to. Isn’t it strange that this story is found in Luke Chapter TEN? Also, how about the number 7 representing the thrones and the word TEN represents the disciples split up in pairs? 7 times 10 equals 70, so this diagram accurately represents the 70 being sent by Jesus into the different cities even though some religious experts say that it was really 72 disciples sent and not 70. Could it be that it really was 72 but was referred to the 70 so that it could be referenced in the Sator Square? I would have to say yes, but for now, these split letters represent the broken pieces of pottery that Jesus will select from on Judgment Day. They also present a visual and mental picture of the day Peter - after telling Jesus he loved him 3 times - also asked Jesus what type of death would the “disciple Jesus loved” also die. Jesus told him “what is that to you? You follow me!” The bible says that when Jesus asked Peter if he loved him those 3 times, it grieved Peter deeply in his spirit. The letter T was split and turned 180 degrees. The letter E was split and twisted 90 degrees. The letter N was turned inside out then split at a 45 degree angle. To me, these three motions symbolize how Peter must have felt on the inside when Jesus was asking him if he loved him. It’s as though Jesus was “hand washing” Peter’s robe, which is his body, that he commands that we must continually be doing. As he said in Revelation 22:14, “Blessed are those who wash their robes, so that they may have the right to the tree of life and may enter the city by the gates.” When Jesus restores Peter by questioning him about his love for him, he was washing his robe by hand. After Peter’s robe is hand washed by Jesus, he is told not to worry about the fate of the person who is traveling along with him on his journey to death – just follow Jesus! “If I want him to remain until I come, what is that to you? You follow me.”
And that’s what he is saying to us all. We are to love both our friends and our enemies. In our eyes, all those we meet as we journey to Jesus look like love. We are not to judge them but to luv them! We’re all on a path which leads to Jesus and his Day of Judgment. As we travel, we are to help all we meet along the way. If they refuse our help, then so be it, just don’t stop following Jesus. This imagery also shows how we are to be in the world, but not conformed to it. We are to represent love as we journey to Jesus. “By this all people will know that you are my disciples” John 13:34. This is the pattern Jesus wants us all to take on.
It also shows us that we must be aware of the image we reflect. Is it a reflection of God or of the world? In America, we have a Day of Reflection. That day is in memory of September 9, 2001 or 9/11. I discovered recently that the numbers 9/11 can reflect itself when written in Roman numerals like so – IX/XI. This day also commemorates the second time in which the United States soil was attacked by foreign invaders. The first time was Pearl Harbor during Word Ward II. I believe God allowed it to happen so that America, which to me is sort of a promised land which represents all races, creeds, and nationalities, could began to reflect on the image that we present across the world.
The Holiest Day of the Year in the Jewish religion is Yom Kippur, or the Day of Atonement. It is considered as the Sabbath of Sabbaths. It involves a 25 hour period for fasting and prayer and the central theme of the day is repentance, atonement, and charity. This day was established as a special day because it is also the day that Moses received the second set of 10 Commandments. The Israelites were granted atonement for the sin of the Golden Calf they created. So every year, they reflect back on the day that they were given a second chance, just as we American’s reflect on the day we were attacked off-guard a second time – and survived.
Some peculiar similarities of Yom Kippur and the Sator Square is that the holiday is observed with a 25 hour fast, and the Sator Square is made up of 25 letters. Could these 25 letters also represent 25 hours? Also, the bible says this day is to be celebrated on the 10th day of the 7th month. The letter N is made up of two number 7’s which I believe represent the thrones of the Father and the Son. From that throne, the word TEN extends to the 4 corners of the earth. Could this symbolize that the 4 corners of the earth are to atone to the throne of God on the tenth day of the seventh month?
God established the day of Atonement. He told Aaron that he could not come whenever he wants to inside the holy place behind the veil in front of the mercy seat or else he would die. He could only come on this appointed day. But aren’t you glad that Jesus died for our sins which allows each one of us to move behind the veil and come to Jesus.
God wanted me to release this book on this years September 14, 2013 Day of Atonement. This book is for the world to reflect on if Jesus came today, where exactly would he rule for 1,000 years? Are we even close to that day? No one knows the hour when the Son of Man will return, so before we find out, we need to be sure to love or luv one another as we patiently wait for his return. 1 Corinthians 13 speaks entirely about love and charity, two of the things reflected in the Jewish Day of Atonement. Ironically, Paul also uses 13 verses to explain it all. I suggest that everyone reads it if we are to build a world of love which is pleasant in the sight of God.
HE LIVED. HE DIED. HE ROSE.
Fear not ye: for I know that ye seek Jesus, which was crucified. He is not here for he is risen, as he said. Come, see the place where the Lord lay. And go quickly, and tell his disciples that he is risen from the dead; and behold, he goeth before you into Galilee; there shall ye see him; lo, I have told you. Matthew 28:5-7
This picture is the final evidentiary proof that Jesus lived, died, and rose from the grave on Easter Sunday. This image was created by only displaying all the letters E, A, S, T, and R which make up the word Easter. The 3 letters that are missing are the letters P, O, and N. These 3 letters represents Jesus and the creation of the River of Life which began to flow from Jerusalem the morning Jesus rose from the grave. Allow me to explain.
The above scripture refers to when the women arrived to the grave to see Jesus and saw that he was no longer there. They were met by an Angel who informed them that Jesus had risen from the grave and had left this location and was now traveling into the city of Galilee. The guards who were assigned to watch the gravesite and protect it from grave robbers fainted after seeing the Angel. The Angel instructs the women to go tell Jesus’ disciples that he had risen, and that they will all see him in Galilee. The 18 letters on the Sator Square which all make up the word Easter represents the people that witnessed that Jesus was no longer at the grave site where he was laid to rest, but was now risen. These letters represent the many witnesses to his resurrection on Easter Sunday. The 4 gospels all reflect the 18 witnesses when it mentions that all the 12 disciples, Mary, Mary Magdalene, Joanna, Roman Guards, and others saw Jesus after he had risen. But the Apocrypha Gospel of Peter tells an even more descriptive story. Either way, they each have been memorialized in the Sator Square but this image also gives us a bonus feature. It also shows the creation of the River of Life.
The letters that are missing represent Jesus and the spot where his rivers will begin to flow. It shows how he has left the grave site and was now beginning to flow throughout the area. To make it clearer, the letters that show that Jesus has risen and was now flowing about Jerusalem are the letters P, O, and N, but if we use what I call the Ezekiel Wheel Method, the missing letters are actually the letters P, O, N, and d, which spells the word pond. The additional letter P has now been spun around to create the letter d.
A pond is defined as a body of standing water, either natural or man-made. Ponds are usually created in the earth from an isolated depression in the ground. If it rains, then that depression will fill with water and create a water puddle. If more rain is collected in that puddle, then that puddle can swell to become a pond, which is classified as a body of water which is smaller than a lake. If it continues to swell and becomes a lake, then it will overflow its banks and become a flowing river.
That’s why I said that the missing letters represents Jesus as the River of Life. When Jesus left the depressed area of his grave, he strolled or flowed over to Galilee. Jesus said he had water that gave everlasting life. So you may ask, "When did this pond began to fill with water?" Well, the answer when the puddle became a pond, which eventually became the river of life can be found at John 19:34 which states that “One of the soldiers with a spear pierced his side, and forthwith came there out blood and water. And he that saw it bare record, and his record is true, that ye might believe. For these things were done, that the scripture should be fulfilled; A bone of him shall not be broken.” And again another scripture saith, “they shall look on him whom they pierced.” It is this last verse which says that they shall look on him whom they pierced that represents the real meaning of what the word Easter represents on the Sator Square. It memorialized the “they” that saw Jesus on the Cross and saw the blood and water flow from his side. This water flowed to the ground and formed a puddle, which formed a pond that became a river and continues to overflow it banks as it now flows all across the earth. The Apocrypha Gospel of Peter even explains this story even further, even showing how the depression was actually created in the earth.
It says “And at the same hour the veil of the Jerusalem sanctuary was torn into two. And they drew out the nails from the hands of the Lord and placed him on the earth; and all the earth was shaken, and a great fear came about.” This earthquake that shook the earth formed a depression in the ground at the very spot Jesus was laid on the ground after he was taken down from the cross. This quake shook the entire earth and thus created the stream lines from which the puddle of water and blood from Jesus’ side will flow around the world. It also gives another description of “they” who were there on the day of his resurrection.
It says that Pilate placed a centurion named Petronius and some other soldiers at the grave site to stand guard over Jesus’ body. It also states that some scribes and elders also went with them, and even pitched a tent, to stay and stand guard with them. It says the soldiers watched the tomb two by two in every watch until the dawn of the morning. Then two male Angels that had a radiance around them came down from the sky near the tomb and the stone rolled away on its own. The Angels then entered inside the tomb. It says the guards, scribes and elders were all murmuring to each other about what they had just witnessed when suddenly three males exited out from inside of the tomb with a cross following behind them. Peter says that the images of the three men began to stretch, with the heads of the two reaching to heaven, but the head of him in the center extending pass the heavens. And then suddenly, the heavens opened up and a loud voice from heaven asked the question, “Have you preached to those that sleep?” and the cross answered “Yes!”
A year ago, when I first heard this story, I must say it was definitely hard for me to believe it at first, but after discovering all the images and messages that were concealed inside of the Sator Square, I totally understand this story and what the writer was trying to convey. I believe that what “they” witnessed was a spiritual vision of Jesus establishing his kingdom on the earth. It’s more accurately described in Revelation 22-1 & 2:
Then the angel showed me the river of the water of life, bright as crystal, flowing from the Throne of God and of the Lamb through the middle of the street of the city; also, on either side of the river, the tree of life with its twelve kinds of fruit, yielding its fruit each month. The leaves of the tree were for the healing of the nations.”
The River of Life started from the pond that was created when Jesus was pierced in the side and the mixture of water and blood flowed to the ground. The two Angels on the outside represented the trees of life that are on either side of the river, and the figure in the middle which represents Jesus, is the Throne of God and of the Lamb, which extends from the earth up to the heavens. The twelve fruit are those that enter into the kingdom one way and leave out as a different fruit when they exit each month. Yes, this is actually the day “Thy Kingdom Come” first came to the earth! In the diagram, this is the image that will be created from this pond in heaven. The two trees were created by using the letters T-R-E & S, the river was created by the letters P-O-N & R to represent the pond which will expand over to the letter R to form a river like the one described in John’s revelation. The remaining letters are the letters A and Z which can represent Jesus also in John’s revelation as the beginning and the end, the first and the last symbolic of the Latin alphabets. The letter Z is also the letter N which represents the throne of God with the river flowing from under it.
Peter says in his gospel that the cross answered the voice up in heaven and said that it did preach to those that sleep. Now, most believe that this question and answer was from God to Jesus in reference to whether he preached the Gospel to those that are dead. I do believe that was the case, but I also believe that the question was not to the actual cross, but to the cross of the Sator Square. It was a question that made every image and every message concealed inside of it official!
The cross that spoke was not the actual cross that Jesus was crucified on, but the cross written in the Gospel of Peter was actually the cross, or etz tree of the Sator Square, which represents Jesus as the Tree of Life, with his throne at the center, which is the letter N.
One last thing that I want to mention is about why the author writes that the cross spoke. Jesus preached to the dead that sleep, but the cross speaks to the living that also sleep. The wisest man in the bible was King Solomon and he wrote a lot of proverbs to the living that speak. I believe Proverb 20:13 applies to this story and directly at those who are alive and asleep to wake up, “Love not sleep, lest thou come to poverty; open thine eyes and thou shalt be satisfied with bread.” To come to poverty is to lose your life. To be satisfied with bread is to be satisfied in Christ. Jesus is the bread of life, the same bread or manna which fed the Israelites for 40 years. Jesus promised all that can hear him and can overcome death, or sleep, he will give them the hidden manna and a white stone. This white stone is your new body as a living stone in Christ which will be used to build the walls of his kingdom.
The Prophet Ezekiel once had a vision to preach to dry bones. The dry bones represented the living that were dead or asleep and could not hear the word of the Lord. Ezekiel prophesied what the Lord told him to say to the dry bones:
“Behold, I will cause breath to enter you, and you will live. I will put tendons on you, make flesh grown on you, and cover you with skin. I will put breath in you so that you come to life. Then you will know that I am Yahweh.” Ezekiel 37:5
Ezekiel did as he was told and the bones came together and did exactly as the Lord said they would. The breath entered into the lifeless bodies from the four corners of the earth and the bodies now had life inside of them and came together to create a large, vast Army of the Lord. This story represents God’s desire to put his spirit inside all of us so that we can live an everlasting life with him. Just as God breathed the breath of life into the nostrils of Adam, the Second Adam will breathe life into the nostrils of all who awake from their sleep and reach out and find him. God’s breath is his spirit and he desires to live and move inside or our bodies as we are the Temple he truly desires to live inside of. Yes! Every believer of Christ is a living stone of the Temple of the Most High God! There is no need to build a physical temple made from man’s hands to honor God, for that temple was already created the day God created Adam in the Garden of Eden. The permission to access the Tree from that garden was granted to us the day Jesus died on the cross and the permission to drink from the Waters of Life was established the day he rose from the grave.
After reading everything in this book, you are now a witness also. Did the cross preach? Yes, it did! And you just read every thing the cross had to say.
It said that Jesus is alive and explained how he established the Third Temple on the earth the day he died for our sins. It told you where his throne is located, the positioning of the elders that surrounds it, and how it extends from the earth into the heavens. It showed you the details of the precious stones all overcomers will receive that will be used to build up the walls in the Kingdom of God. It explained to you highly classified information regarding the official blueprints of the Third Temple and the passwords to the twelve entrances and exits of the kingdom. It told you that if you believe that Christ lived and died for you, then you are now marked as God’s property and protected by his blood. It told you how the children of Abraham have all been secretly enlisted as soldiers in God’s Army like the Knights Templar and can also wear the symbol of Atonement proudly across their chest. It told you about the Apostle Peter and how it was his ability to quickly repent of his sins that made him chosen as the foundation of the Church of Christ. It told you about the first Gentile to be baptized, the day Jesus was anointed for burial, God’s covenant to Noah, his promise to Abraham and his promises to you. It even showed you Sarah’s smile which serves as an ever lasting symbol of God’s promise to all the descendants of Abraham. It also showed you how this same smile will be seen on your face the day you get to heaven and sit on the throne with Jesus as he wipes away every tear from your face. It showed you how God’s Rod and Staff also leads and protects you as you go about your day-to-day journeys in peace and LUV throughout the world. It shows you how Jesus’ body was broken up at the Last Supper in remembrance of how he gave his life for the forgiveness of our sins. It told you that only Jesus is the Christ on earth and no other person can ever copy, duplicate, or abolish any of the things he established upon this earth. It told you how much pain and suffering was made by the early church just so you can hear and read the sermon that is still being preached by the cross today. It showed you the emblem of a false prophet, the thefts committed by the Antichrist and educated you on how to wisely inspect whether the words they speak are true indeed. It even revealed to you the hidden identity of the world’s one and only Superman! And more importantly, it told you that it’s never too late to come to Jesus, no matter what sins you may have done. Jesus loves us all, including his betrayer Judas, the priest, the people, and the governments that had him crucified to the very end!
Once again I ask you, did the cross speak? I believe it did and still does today. It spoke of how God has put multiple signs and clues to his existence in the stars and planets of the universe. It taught you how to observe hidden mysteries which have been unrecognized, overlooked, unacknowledged, and unnoticed in the bible for thousands of years. The cross says that just as it was with Judas, God has a predestined purpose for your life too. The cross told you that everyone is invited and welcomed to eat at the table with Jesus and even recline on his chest. It says that you are now also a witness of his sacrifice on the cross and that Mary Magdalene is your mother too! It said that you are now a disciple of Jesus who “saw and believed” that an empty tomb means belief in a risen savior. It said that since you are one of his disciples, no matter what you have done or what negative things others say about you, as long as you are willing and able to quickly repent of all your sins directly to Jesus, then you are still welcomed to follow after him along a path of love that leads to everlasting life. And hopefully, you are now the first person in your inner circle to recognize Jesus in the Sator Square, just like Judas did from the boat.
The Sator Square is the real square of St. Peter and the only key that Jesus gave to the Apostle Peter. This key is now placed in the hands, hearts, and minds of every disciple that continues to spread the real message of Jesus and his resurrection. Notice how the design of Peter’s name in the Sator Square is a direct carbon copy design of the layout of his name at the Vatican’s St. Peter’s Square! Notice how the design of the entire area is also very similar to the shape of an actual key hole. This is not a coincidence. St. Peter’s Square is obviously designed after the Sator Square. It is the key that Jesus gave to St Peter. Now, does this mean that Vatican City is the Official Headquarters of Christianity or does St. Peter’s Square need to be transferred to Jerusalem?
As I close out this book, I will leave you with this verse from Matthew 13:17 which says, “For verily I say unto you, that many prophets and righteous men have desired to see those things which ye see, and have not heard them.” Therefore, I hoped you thoroughly enjoyed seeing the images contained within this book. I thank God and am truly blessed and humbled that he chose someone like me to reveal it’s identity to the world. May you take this message spoken from the secret cross of Jesus and also go forth, spreading the word to others. Be blessed and thank you very much!
WHY I WROTE THIS BOOK
And the Lord answered me, and said, write the vision, and make it plain upon tables, that he may run that readeth it. For the vision is yet for an appointed time, but at the end it shall speak and not lie; Habakkuk 2:2-3
I actually wrote this book because God told me to. That’s it! The scripture above is my complete explanation in a nut shell. God told me to write a book about everything that he had revealed to me about the Sator Square and to “make the visions plain on tables” and I complied. And I just started writing and drawing it all without knowing exactly what I would say, or how it would turn out in the end– all without an outline or an editor. (So if the organization of this book was a bit confusing to you, there’s your answer). God told me to write a book that would completely explain the Sator Square to anyone in such a way that they will easily understand and visualize God’s entire plan for their lives and run and tell others.
Just as Peter clothed himself before jumping off the boat to swim to Jesus, I, on the other hand, felt I had to strip myself of any resistance and doubts I had about writing and completely bare my soul to the world because of my love for Jesus. I believe I reacted just as the theme of Bishop T.D. Jakes book instructed me to react during my impromptu graduation and that was to just Let it Go! This book is scheduled to be published September 14, 2013, on the Jewish Holiday of Yom Kippur, which is the Day of Atonement. This day is considered as the holiest day of the year – the Sabbath of Sabbaths – so it only made sense why God wanted me to release this book on this day. I also believe God wanted me to discover the Sator Square and write a book about it as quickly as I did to demonstrate how easily he can use anyone – even a lowly messenger like myself - to deliver a message about something that is so precious and holy to serve as an example to the world. I’m sure that there are many grammatical mistakes in this book, but just like Michelangelo and Davinci, my aim was not for perfection, but more about ensuring that the primary message of this book is first revealed. And that is the fact that the Sator Square is a Christian emblem and that the Early Church did spread rapidly - as far away as Pompeii! There will be lots of time for me and my critics to revise this book and make it better. Many historians continue to argue that it was impossible for Christianity to spread that fast to Pompeii, but I hope this book becomes the necessary proof needed to show how fast anyone can learn everything there is to know about the Lord from just 5 words and 25 letters! And then after they discovered how easy it was for them to learn everything about the Sator Square, quickly turn around and easily teach those same words and letters to others.
The Holy Spirit purposely chose the topics for me to write about. I didn’t do so of my own free will. But since I have written this book, I believe people will begin to start talking about the vast range of topics like these and allow the church to quickly move past the elementary teachings about God. The Sator Square is the tool that will make the two prophesies of Jeremiah 31:34 and Luke 12:49 come true. And from New Orleans, the “City That Care Forgot,” God moved me to Tampa, the “City To Gather Sticks” to create the fuel which will spark the flame of the word of God! Everyone that knows me knows how much I deeply cared for and loved the City of New Orleans and the State of Louisiana – the only state in America which gave birth to 15 new states and 2 Canadian provinces (Sorry folks, but I just had to sneak that statement in there). I hated having to move away from there, but I believe the Lord saw exactly how much I wanted to change the political climate and violent culture of the city - without having the power to do so - that he blessed me with the knowledge of the Sator Square so that I could use it’s messages to bring about change, not just for my beloved New Orleans, but the entire world. And I’m thankful that through this book that I am now able to do so.
I self-published this book only because I felt that if I sent my manuscript to a book publisher, someone may keep my manuscript as their own, because after all, THIS IS THE HOLY GRAIL (or at least I believe it is)! The Sator Square showcases the letter N, which represents God, Jesus Christ, their thrones, water, the sword and God’s chosen people of Israel. The letter N is also the letter that serves as a “branch” of the etz tree which connects to the four corners of the world. This letter is essentially the starting point for understanding everything there is to know about God and the key to the kingdom. I truly believe once everyone is aware of the Sator Square and all the designs it creates, they will want to know even more, and then want to share all that they learned with others so that together, we can not only build a nation, but also build “one world under God, indivisible, with liberty and justice for all.”
When the revelations of the Sator Square were first revealed to me, I instantly saw a vision that showed me once everyone else is able to clearly see and understand the images I saw, they will also be moved to change their ways to that which line up closer to God’s word. Then they will be able to clearly teach his word to others. God says he will write his laws in our hearts. Once you understand what each image of the Sator Square says and stands for, all a person has to do is see a cross, a heart, or a memorial ribbon and know what those images mean to them and their relationship to God. I believe the entire purpose of the Sator Square is to help people learn, teach, and quickly express everything about Christ and the Kingdom of God to others. It is to serve as an inspirational light “at the end of the tunnel” to the world. That’s it, and nothing more.
The oldest known Sator Square was discovered among the ruins of two neighboring cities – Herculaneum and Pompeii. The more famous of these two were found on a door jam (of a storage closet) at the home of a Baker in Pompeii. Was the Sator Square also his secret recipe? The Sator Square was first revealed to me in the surrounding areas of Tampa Bay, Florida, an area that was originally named by Native Americans, as Tanpa, which means a place to gather sticks. My occupation is that of a mailman – a professional messenger. But it was the Sator Square that was found inside the home of a baker that reacted like yeast and raised my interest of its hidden messages. Since August 4th, 2012, I have never stopped gathering as much information as I could about it and how it relates directly to Christianity. It’s as though the baker gave me his “secret recipe” to deliver to the rest of the world. This is without a doubt, the most important delivery I will make in my life. I believed it was my assigned duty to deliver this secret recipe, or dough to the rest of the world – beginning from Tampa - a city formerly known as a place to gather sticks. It should be classified as a holy emblem from the Lord, equal to spreading the gospel as the 66 books of the bible. Together, they go hand in hand. The Sator Square is a symbolic representation of “his word becoming flesh” on earth. If all the religions of the world will come together and unite under the Banner of Jesus Christ, we can truly build the united body of believers that he desires for us.
The Banner of Jesus: The Way For The World
Isaiah prophesied that “he will lift up an ensign (banner) to the nations from far, and will hiss unto them from the end of the earth; and, behold, they shall come with speed swiftly.” This ensign could very well be the Sator Square. Its design is in total agreement with the 2nd Commandment and it embodies everything that’s important and of significance in the bible. It is created by connecting the letters T-A-O into a triangular pattern after the Star Of David. It also crosses over the words AREPO and OPERA which we learned earlier conceals God’s Call of Abram as “O’Abram.” This means the Star of David is not just a lone symbol for Israel, but is a call sign for salvation for all the world’s descendants of Abraham to follow “The Way” created by Jesus Christ. It has multiple colors which symbolizes the multiple ethnicities of the world. The letters T-A-O means “the way” and in this manner, each triangle points the way to heaven and hell. This could very well be the image that the Prophet Isaiah speaks of, and Tampa Bay is ground zero from where I decided to plant this flag which will serve as an ensign to the nations.
