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INTRODUCTION

Claim them today and enter into the abundant life that Jesus paid for you to enjoy!

The Book of Galatians declares that because of what Jesus did, the blessing of Abraham is now yours. (Gal. 3:13,14.) So many of us wonder just how God wants to bless us. I believe this is one of the reasons He gave us the example of Abraham. God says that we should be blessed in every way that Abraham was blessed, and more.

GENESIS 12:1-3 KJV
Now the Lord had said unto Abram, Get thee out of thy country, and from thy kindred, and from thy father’s house, unto a land that I will shew thee: And I will make of thee a great nation, and I will bless thee, and make thy name great; and thou shalt be a blessing: And I will bless them that bless thee, and curse him that curseth thee: and in thee shall all families of the earth be blessed.
DECLARATION OF FAITH

DECLARATION OF FAITH

He hath holpen his servant Israel, in remembrance of his mercy; As he spake to our fathers, to Abraham, and to his seed for ever.
DECLARATION OF FAITH

ROMANS 9:6,7 KJV
Not as though the word of God hath taken none effect. For they are not all Israel, which are of Israel: Neither, because they are the seed of Abraham, are they all children: but, In Isaac shall thy seed be called.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
I am a true member of the house of Israel and a descendant of Abraham, the father of my faith. I am the very offspring to whom the promise applies.

A GOOD MARRIAGE
God’s promises for a good marriage are promises of guidance. They are promises that will show you what to do to produce the intended result of marital bliss. They are not magic potions. DECLARATION OF FAITH
I guard myself diligently in my spirit so that I may remain faithful to my spouse. Together, God has made us one flesh and we produce godly offspring. Our sons and daughters walk in holiness before the Lord.
I will not disgrace myself by being violent to my spouse in any way, nor will I use divorce as a solution for non-reconciled differences.
I hold these principles as sacred and guard myself diligently in my spirit so that I will not break faith.
(Genesis 2:24; Ephesians 5:22-6:4; Matthew 19:4-12; 1 Corinthians 7:14)
MATTHEW 19:4-6 KJV
He answered and said unto them, Have ye not read, that he which made them at the beginning made them male and female, and said, For this cause shall a man leave father and mother, and shall cleave to his wife: and they twain shall be one flesh? Wherefore they are no more twain, but one flesh. What therefore God hath joined together, let not man put asunder.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
I have become one with my wife. God himself has joined us together and we are no longer two, but one flesh. We are united firmly and joined inseparably in a marital covenant sealed with the blood of Jesus. The bonding agent that holds us together is the very Holy Spirit himself.

EPHESIANS 5:25-33 KJV
Husbands, love your wives, even as Christ also loved the church, and gave himself for it; That he might sanctify and cleanse it with the washing of water by the word, That he might present it to himself a glorious church, not having spot, or wrinkle, or any such thing; but that it should be holy and without blemish. So ought men to love their wives as their own bodies. He that loveth his wife loveth himself. For no man ever yet hated his own flesh; but nourisheth and cherisheth it, even as the Lord the church: For we are members of his body, of his flesh, and of his bones. For this cause shall a man leave his father and mother, and shall be joined unto his wife, and they two shall be one flesh. This is a great mystery: but I speak concerning Christ and the church. Nevertheless let every one of you in particular so love his wife even as himself; and the wife see that she reverence her husband.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
I will love my wife just as Christ loved the church and gave Himself for her in order to make her holy, and cleanse her by the washing of water through the Word, and to present her to Himself as radiant, without spot or stain or any other blemish—holy and blameless.

Just as I have become one with Christ, I have become one with my wife. Therefore, I will love my wife just as I love my own body.

TO MAKE YOU A GOOD PARENT
As Dr. Dobson (popular author and founder of Focus on the Family) says, “Parenting isn’t for cowards!” We have to be willing to make the tough decisions and display tough love when necessary. We need to set the boundaries for our children and stick to our guns no matter how much it hurts. Discipline is utterly essential if we want our children to live good and wholesome lives. However, discipline is a secondary thing in the role of a good parent.
The Word says to train our children in the nurture and admonition of the Lord. (Eph. 6:4.) Notice that nurture comes first. If we show our children love, spend time with them, become involved in what they are doing, and teach them with a heart of compassion, we will eliminate most of the need to discipline them.
Pray these prayers with the thought of love foremost in your mind. Make your heavenly Father your role model and raise your children the way that He raises you.
DEUTERONOMY 4:9 NKJV
“Only take heed to yourself, and diligently keep yourself, lest you forget the things your eyes have seen, and lest they depart from your heart all the days of your life. And teach them to your children and your grandchildren.”
DECLARATION OF FAITH
I attend and give my complete attention to all that the Lord has done for me. I do not let it slip from my mind. I keep these things in the midst of my heart all the days of my life. I will teach them to my children and my grandchildren as long as I have breath within me.

All that I have has been given to me by His grace.
It is the Lord who prospers me and gives me an inheritance of things that I did not provide.

JOSHUA 24:15-18 KJV
If it seem evil unto you to serve the Lord, choose you this day whom ye will serve; whether the gods which your fathers served that were on the other side of the flood, or the gods of the Amorites, in whose land ye dwell: but as for me and my house, we will serve the Lord. And the people answered and said, God forbid that we should forsake the Lord, to serve other gods; For the Lord our God, he it is that brought us up and our fathers out of the land of Egypt, from the house of bondage, and which did those great signs in our sight, and preserved us in all the way wherein we went, and among all the people through whom we passed: And the Lord drave out from before us all the people, even the Amorites which dwelt in the land: therefore will we also serve the Lord; for he is our God.

PROVERBS 19:18 NIV
Discipline your son, for in that there is hope; do not be a willing party to his death.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
I render my children consistent and godly discipline. By this, I give them hope and ensure them a stable future. I refuse to be a party to their destruction, either by restraining from the rod, or by giving it too harshly and without good reason.

DECLARATION OF FAITH
I consistently train my children in the ways of righteousness. I hold them to the ways of the Lord, so that when they move out on their own, they will be stout against temptation and have the tools to live a blessed and prosperous life.
(Ephesians 6:4; 2 Timothy 3:15; Deuteronomy 6:5-7)
TO CARE FOR YOUR CHILDREN
When your children suffer, you suffer with them. You hurt every time they hurt. With every tear they shed, you shed one with them. You want all that is best for them, and you do everything you can to see that they get it.
God knows your heart, Dad. He is the One who placed such a caring spirit within you. Psalm 103:13 tells us that as a loving father cares for his children, so does the Lord care for you. PROVERBS 2:3-8 KJV
Yea, if thou criest after knowledge, and liftest up thy voice for understanding; If thou seekest her as silver, and searchest for her as for hid treasures; Then shalt thou understand the fear of the Lord, and find the knowledge of God. For the Lord giveth wisdom: out of his mouth cometh knowledge and understanding. He layeth up sound wisdom for the righteous: he is a buckler to them that walk uprightly. He keepeth the paths of judgment, and preserveth the way of his saints.
DECLARATION OF FAITH

The next day we landed at Sidon. And Julius treated Paul kindly and gave him liberty to go to his friends and receive care.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
I continually walk in God’s favor and people go out of their way to do nice things for me.
(Proverbs 3:3,4; Genesis 12:1-3; Exodus 3:21,22; 11:3; 12:36)
COURAGE AND BOLDNESS
The Lord has declared that He has not given you a spirit of fear, but of power, love, and a sound mind. (2 Tim. 1:7.) Think about that. The Lord himself dwells within you. He is on your side in every circumstance that you face. What is there to be afraid of? Is He not more powerful than your enemies? Has He not told you to be strong and of good courage for He is with you wherever you go? (Deut. 31:6.) Any fear that comes against you is from the enemy. It is designed to rob you of your faith and make you stagnant in your walk with God.
The devil knows that if sons of God stand with courage and move forward in boldness, his strategies will be thwarted and his kingdom will fall. Therefore, I exhort you right now to be a thorn in his side. Be the fearless warrior of God that you are intended to be.
JOSHUA 1:5-9 KJV
There shall not any man be able to stand before thee all the days of thy life: as I was with Moses, so I will be with thee: I will not fail thee, nor forsake thee. Be strong and of a good courage: for unto this people shalt thou divide for an inheritance the land, which I sware unto their fathers to give them. Only be thou strong and very courageous, that thou mayest observe to do according to all the law, which Moses my servant commanded thee: turn not from it to the right hand or to the left, that thou mayest prosper whithersoever thou goest. This book of the law shall not depart out of thy mouth; but thou shalt meditate therein day and night, that thou mayest observe to do according to all that is written therein: for then thou shalt make thy way prosperous, and then thou shalt have good success. Have not I commanded thee? Be strong and of a good courage; be not afraid, neither be thou dismayed: for the Lord thy God is with thee whithersoever thou goest.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
Through all the days of my life, not one of my enemies will be able to stand against me.
My Father is with me. Even more so, He has taken up residence inside of me.
Therefore, I will be strong and courageous. I have complete confidence in His ability to give me the victory. I encounter danger and difficulties with firmness and without fear. I am bold, brave, and resolute. I fulfill my calling in a spirit of valor and determination that overcomes any obstacle that the enemy would put in my path.
I do not turn from God’s Word. I make it the cornerstone of my life so that I may prosper in all that I do.
I speak the Word continually. I meditate upon it day and night so that I may do all that is written therein. By this, I make my way prosperous, have good success, and deal wisely in all of the affairs of my life.
I do not shrink back from God’s Word. I am faithful, strong, vigorous, bold, and very courageous! Fear has no place in my life, for the Lord is with me wherever I go!
(Romans 8:31-37; Ephesians 3:16-19; Hebrew 6:12; Deuteronomy 31:6,7; Psalm 1:1-3; Isaiah 41:10)
1 CHRONICLES 19:13 AMP
Be of good courage and let us behave ourselves courageously for our people and for the cities of our God; and may the Lord do what is good in His sight.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
I am strong and very courageous! My actions are not birthed in fear, but in courage. I am a bold and fearless child of the living God! I stand up courageously for my people! Through me, the Lord does what is good and right in this earth!
(Joshua 1:5-9; 2 Timothy 1:7; Philippians 2:12,13; 1 John 4:1-4)
PROVERBS 28:1 NKJV
The wicked flee when no one pursues, But the righteous are bold as a lion.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
Worry cannot gain a foothold in my life. I maintain my focus upon my Lord and remain strong at all times. I never forget who dwells within me. I am the righteousness of God in Christ Jesus and have the courage and boldness of a lion!
(Matthew 6:19-33; Joshua 1:5-9; 1 John 4:4; 2 Corinthians 5:21; Philippians 4:4-8)
MARK 5:36 NKJV
As soon as Jesus heard the word that was spoken, He said to the ruler of the synagogue, “Do not be afraid; only believe.”
DECLARATION OF FAITH
When I am faced with an evil report in the natural realm, I remain calm and continue to believe. I do not allow fear to rob me of what God has done for me. My faith brings to pass what I need regardless of what is seen or known in the natural world.
(Numbers 14:1-9; 2 Timothy 1:6,7; Joshua 1:5-9; 2 Corinthians 5:7; Hebrews 11:1)
ACTS 27:25 AMP
So keep up your courage, men, for I have faith (complete confidence) in God that it will be exactly as it was told me.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
I maintain my courage and confidence in every situation and circumstance, for I believe with all of my heart that things will go exactly as God has said.
(2 Timothy 1:6,7,12; Joshua 1:5-9; Isaiah 55:11; Romans 4:20,21)
FAITH
So few people truly know what faith is. Here is the simplest definition I can think of: Faith is the affirmation of belief. After reading all of the Bible promises on faith, I cannot think of a better definition than that. When Paul was explaining the spirit of faith, he stated, “We too believe, and therefore we speak” (2 Cor. 4:13 AMP). James tells that faith without some corresponding action is not faith at all. It is just belief. (James 2:18-26.)
The Word also says that it is by faith and patience that we receive God’s promises. (Heb. 6:12.) It does not say that we receive them by belief and patience. You do not have faith until you speak and act on it. You have to get up and do something about what you believe. Then, you cannot let circumstances cause you to doubt. You must have patience as you continue to exercise your faith. Notice I did not say as you continue to believe, but as you exercise your faith. By relentlessly continuing to affirm what you believe through your actions and words, you will inherit the promise you are believing for.
MATTHEW 13:58 KJV
He did not many mighty works there because of their unbelief.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
I believe in, trust in, and rely upon Jesus perpetually. His power is ever-present and at work in my life.
(1 Peter 3:12; Colossians 1:29; Ephesians 1:17-23; John 14:12)
MATTHEW 17:19,20 KJV
Then came the disciples to Jesus apart, and said, Why
could not we cast him out? And Jesus said unto them, Because of your unbelief: for verily I say unto you, If ye have faith as a grain of mustard seed, ye shall say unto this mountain, Remove hence to yonder place; and it shall remove; and nothing shall be impossible unto you.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
My faith is a spiritual force that is alive within me. When I use it, it is like a seed planted at the root of the problem. As I cultivate it [continually believing and speaking the answer], it overtakes and uproots whatever is standing in my way.
Even a mountain poses no difficulty for me when I remain stubborn and persistent in my faith. When I tell it to move, it moves. When I tell demons to leave, they leave.
When I command an infirmity to come out of a body, it comes out. With the faith that God has given me, nothing is impossible for me.
(2 Corinthians 4:13; John 6:63; Mark 11:22-24; Hebrews 11:1)
MARK 4:37-40 KJV
There arose a great storm of wind, and the waves beat into the ship, so that it was now full. And he was in the hinder part of the ship, asleep on a pillow: and they awake him, and say unto him, Master, carest thou not that we perish? And he arose, and rebuked the wind, and said unto the sea, Peace, be still. And the wind ceased, and there was a great calm. And he said unto them, Why are ye so fearful? how is it that ye have no faith?
DECLARATION OF FAITH
When things seem hopeless in the natural world and the storms of life are threatening, I will not be afraid. My faith has gone before me and I have God’s Word that I will come to no harm. No matter what the circumstance may be, I remain secure.
By faith, I speak to whatever situation I am facing and command it to get in line with the perfect will of God.
(Joshua 1:5-9; Hebrews 10:35-11:1; Psalm 91:10; Mark 11:22-25)
LUKE 8:24,25 KJV
They came to him, and awoke him, saying, Master, master, we perish. Then he arose, and rebuked the wind and the raging of the water: and they ceased, and there was a calm. And he said unto them, Where is your faith? And they being afraid wondered, saying one to another, What manner of man is this! for he commandeth even the winds and water, and they obey him.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
I am a man of faith.
I reject all fear and anxiety in my life, casting it all on the shoulders of the One who bears my burdens. I am not seized by fear in any circumstance. I have the Word on my lips that covers and protects me in any situation.
I use my faith every hour of every day, believing and speaking to the problem, commanding the circumstance to get in line with the perfect will of God.
I am a victor here, not a victim, and I am in command of any given situation.
(Hebrews 11:6; 1 Peter 5:5-7; 2 Timothy 1:6,7; Matthew 11:28-30; Romans 8:37; 10:8; Psalm 119:93; Joshua 1:5-9; 2 Corinthians 4:13; Mark 11:23,24)
2 CORINTHIANS 4:13 MESSAGE
Just like the psalmist who wrote, “I believed it, so I said it,” we say what we believe.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
Faith is a spiritual power and the tool that God has given me to bring forth an abundance of good fruit in my life. It is written of the spirit of faith, “I believed; therefore, I have spoken.” This is my faith in operation. I take the promise into my heart, believe it with all of my soul, and speak it forth until it is manifested in my life.
(Proverbs 18:20,21; Psalm 116:10; Hebrews 11:1,6; Mark 11:22-25; 2 Peter 1:1-4; John 6:63; Matthew 21:19-22; Romans 10:8; 2 Corinthians 5:7)
TO NEVER FAIL YOU
This ties into the category of God honoring His Word but is worthy to stand on its own. The reason I say this is because it is possible to be emotionally damaged by people who have made us promises that they never intended to keep. This is especially heartbreaking when those people who have failed us are our own parents.
God is your Father, and He doesn’t want to be compared to an earthly father who doesn’t really care about his child. God is good to you. He will never lie to you. You can trust Him unwaveringly, for He will never let you down.
Read these promises and take heart. God will make good on every one.
1 SAMUEL 30:6 NKJV
Now David was greatly distressed, for the people spoke of stoning him, because the soul of all the people was grieved, every man for his sons and his daughters. But David strengthened himself in the Lord his God.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
When turmoil comes in like a flood, I will encourage myself in the Lord. I look to God and His Word for my confidence.
When others fail me and forsake me, God takes His stand on my behalf. Together, we overcome any and every problem that I may face.
(Isaiah 25:4; 59:19; Habakkuk 3:17-19; 2 Timothy 1:6; Acts 4:23-31)
1 CHRONICLES 28:19,20 NIV
“All this,” David said, “I have in writing from the hand of the Lord upon me, and he gave me understanding in all the details of the plan.” David also said to Solomon his son, “Be strong and courageous, and do the work. Do not be afraid or discouraged, for the Lord God, my God, is with you. He will not fail you or forsake you until all the work for the service of the temple of the Lord is finished.”
DECLARATION OF FAITH
My Father gives me understanding in all that He has called me to do. I am well able to accomplish every task that is set before me. I have no reason to fear or be dismayed. I am strong and very courageous. I will not forget that my Father God is with me in everything that I do. He will not fail me. He sees to it that I have all that I need and stays with me as an ever-present help until all of the work is finished.
(1 Corinthians 2:6-16; 1 John 5:20; Daniel 1:17,20; Joshua 1:5-9; Hebrews 13:5,6)
NEHEMIAH 9:17-21 KJV
And [they] refused to obey, neither were mindful of thy wonders that thou didst among them; but hardened their necks, and in their rebellion appointed a captain to return to their bondage: but thou art a God ready to pardon, gracious and merciful, slow to anger, and of great kindness, and forsookest them not. Yea, when they had made them a molten calf, and said, This is thy God that brought thee up out of Egypt, and had wrought great provocations; Yet thou in thy manifold mercies forsookest them not in the wilderness: the pillar of the cloud departed not from them by day, to lead them in the way; neither the pillar of fire by night, to shew them light, and the way wherein they should go. Thou gavest also thy good spirit to instruct them, and withheldest not thy manna from their mouth, and gavest them water for their thirst. Yea, forty years didst thou sustain them in the wilderness, so that they lacked nothing; their clothes waxed not old, and their feet swelled not.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
My heavenly Father is forgiving and compassionate towards me. He grants me His unmerited favor as a free gift. His patience and love towards me have no end. He has given me His Word that He will never leave me nor forsake me.
Even when my faith has failed, He has remained faithful to me. He has never withheld His manna from my mouth and has always given me water for my thirst.
He has given me the Holy Spirit to instruct me in all of my ways.
He sustains me in every situation so that I lack no good thing. My clothes are not worn and ragged and my feet never swell from my journey in the life that He has called me to live.
(Psalm 103:1-18; Hebrews 13:5,6; John 16:13; Psalm 34:10; 106:45; Joel 2:13)
PSALM 77:3-14 KJV
I remembered God, and was troubled: I complained, and my spirit was overwhelmed. Selah. Thou holdest mine eyes waking: I am so troubled that I cannot speak. I have considered the days of old, the years of ancient times. I call to remembrance my song in the night: I commune with mine own heart: and my spirit made diligent search. Will the Lord cast off for ever? and will he be favourable no more? Is his mercy clean gone for ever? doth his promise fail for evermore? Hath God forgotten to be gracious? hath he in anger shut up his tender mercies? Selah. And I said, This is my infirmity: but I will remember the years of the right hand of the most High. I will remember the works of the Lord: surely I will remember thy wonders of old. I will meditate also of all thy work, and talk of thy doings. Thy way, O God, is in the sanctuary: who is so great a God as our God? Thou art the God that doest wonders: thou hast declared thy strength among the people.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
When hope seems lost and I begin to feel that God is indifferent to my needs, I will remember all that He has done in my life. When I am so troubled that I cannot even find the words to speak, I will remember His intervention in days of old. I will meditate upon His great works. I will remember the great salvation that He wrought for me. My Father is the Lord Most High. There is none greater than He. He will not forget me or leave me comfortless. He will act on my behalf.
(Psalm 22:1-5; Deuteronomy 7:17,18; Joshua 1:8; 2 Timothy 2:8-10)
LAMENTATIONS 3:22-26 KJV
It is of the Lord’s mercies that we are not consumed, because his compassions fail not. They are new every morning: great is thy faithfulness. The Lord is my portion, saith my soul; therefore will I hope in him. The Lord is good unto them that wait for him, to the soul that seeketh him. It is good that a man should both hope and quietly wait for the salvation of the Lord.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
God’s compassion for me never fails. He renews His love and blessings for me every morning and is faithful to fulfill the plan He has for my life.
I am His highest priority and He makes it His business to bless me.
He carefully watches over me so that I am not overrun by the enemy.
The Lord is my portion and my delight. I will wait for Him in the midst of adversity. I wait quietly for His salvation. He is always faithful and comes through for me every time.
God is not only good to me some of the time, He is good to me all of the time. He has given me His Word that He will never harm me in any way.
(Romans 8:38,39; Jeremiah 29:11; Isaiah 30:15; 40:28-31; Deuteronomy 6:24; Psalm 16:5; 78:38; 119:57,65)
PROTECTION
When I wrote the introduction in the love chapter on God giving us the ability to love others, this chapter on protection was in the back of my mind the whole time. Even though we are to love our enemies, sometimes we need to protect ourselves from them. That means that there are times when we should pray that they are even taken out of our way. That goes for enemies in this natural world as well as our spiritual enemies.
One name that comes to mind as a natural world enemy is Osama bin Laden. I hold fast to some of the following promises against him. I believe that he will be found out and utterly brought to justice. The Word teaches us that there are times when extreme measures are to be taken for the greater good. If an enemy threatens the life of your family, you protect your family first. They are what is most important.
This concept comes straight from the heart of your Father. If someone threatens His children, He takes it personally. He will protect you with a vengeance. The following promises are testimony to that fact.
EXODUS 12:12,13 AMP
I will pass through the land of Egypt this night and will smite all the firstborn in the land of Egypt, both man and beast; and against all the gods of Egypt I will execute judgment [proving their helplessness]. I am the Lord. The blood shall be for a token or sign to you upon [the doorposts of] the houses where you are, [that] when I see the blood, I will pass over you, and no plague shall be upon you to destroy you when I smite the land of Egypt.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
When the world is judged, I am not harmed. No plague can come upon me to destroy me, for I am covered with the blood of the Lamb!
(John 5:24; Psalm 91; 1 Peter 1:18,19; Exodus 15:26; 1 Corinthians 5:7)
2 SAMUEL 8:6 NKJV
Then David put garrisons in Syria of Damascus; and the Syrians became David’s servants, and brought tribute. The Lord preserved David wherever he went.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
The Lord preserves and protects me. He keeps me safe from harm and destruction.
He is with me always and gives me victory wherever I go.
(Psalm 23; 91; Romans 8:37; 2 Corinthians 2:14; Deuteronomy 32:38)
JOB 1:10-11 NKJV
“Have You not made a hedge around him, around his household, and around all that he has on every side? You have blessed the work of his hands, and his possessions have increased in the land. But now, stretch out Your hand and touch all that he has, and he will surely curse You to Your face!”
DECLARATION OF FAITH
God has placed a hedge of protection around my family, myself, and everything that I have, and the enemy cannot penetrate it no matter how hard he tries.
The Lord blesses all of the work of my hands, making me prosperous and very wealthy.
(Psalm 5:11,12; 34:7; 112:1-3; Job 3:23; 1 John 5:18; Deuteronomy 8:18; 28:12)
LUKE 21:17-19 KJV
Ye shall be hated of all men for my name’s sake. But there shall not an hair of your head perish. In your patience possess ye your souls.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
I am not concerned by the hatred that comes my way because of my love and devotion to Jesus. I know that not a hair on my head will perish, for I have God’s unfailing Word that He will protect me at all times.
By my steadfast and patient endurance I win vitality for my soul.
(Romans 1:16; Psalm 91; Exodus 23:20-23; Matthew 10:22,30)
2 THESSALONIANS 3:3 NIV
The Lord is faithful, and he will strengthen and protect you from the evil one.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
The Lord is faithful. He strengthens me with His awesome power and protects me from the strategies of the evil one. My heavenly Father takes His stand as a sentinel in my life. He is ever-alert and well able to maintain His covenant with me and bring me to victory in every situation.
(1 Thessalonians 5:24; Luke 10:17-19; Psalm 91; 1 Corinthians 1:9; John 17:15)
REST AND REJUVENATION
So many people, especially in the ministry, become obsessed with their work. They lose sight of the joys of living and the result is often failed health, failed marriages, friendships dissolved, etc. God did not intend for you to be so unbalanced in your career. He did not create you to be a workaholic. He wants you to have regular rest so that life isn’t so overwhelming. God himself rested on the seventh day. Jesus even commanded His disciples to take a break and relax in spite of all the work that had to be done.
There are also promises here of restful sleep. God wants you to feel so secure about your life that nothing brings you anxiety. When you sleep it should be sweet, so that when you awake, you are refreshed and ready to meet a new day.
1 KINGS 8:56 KJV
Blessed be the Lord, that hath given rest unto his people Israel, according to all that he promised: there hath not failed one word of all his good promise, which he promised by the hand of Moses his servant.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
The Lord has given me rest.
All of His promises to me are manifested in my life. None of His promises fail me. Not one word that my Father has spoken to me fails to come to pass.
(Deuteronomy 12:10; Hebrews 3; 2 Corinthians 1:20; Isaiah 55:11)
PSALM 4:8 NKJV
I will both lie down in peace, and sleep; For You alone, O Lord, make me dwell in safety.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
I will lie down and sleep in perfect peace—safe and secure in the arms of my heavenly Father.
(Psalm 3:5; Leviticus 25:18; Deuteronomy 12:10; 33:12; Ephesians 2:14)
JEREMIAH 6:16 AMP
Thus says the Lord: Stand by the roads and look; and ask for the eternal paths, where the good, old way is; then walk in it, and you will find rest for your souls. But they said, We will not walk in it!
DECLARATION OF FAITH
I walk in ways tested and tried—ways that bring honor and glory to my Father and ultimately lead me to true rest.
(Psalm 119:89-93,140; Ephesians 5:1-18; Matthew 11:29)
MATTHEW 11:27-30 KJV
All things are delivered unto me of my Father: and no man knoweth the Son, but the Father; neither knoweth any man the Father, save the Son, and he to whomsoever the Son will reveal him. Come unto me, all ye that labour and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest. Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls. For my yoke is easy, and my burden is light.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
I am born to fully know and accurately understand the things of God. Jesus, my Lord and my brother, has given me a thorough revelation of our Father’s being.
I cast all of the heavy burdens of my life upon Jesus. They are now upon His shoulders and I am set free. All that has weighed me down is now His to bear.
I have taken His yoke upon me and have made Him the center of all of my learning. I find comfort in His gentleness and simplicity. In Him, I have found rest, relief, and refreshment for my soul.
The yoke that I have been given is easy to bear. It is life to me in abundance.
(1 Corinthians 2:6-16; 1 John 5:20; 1 Peter 5:5-7; John 6:35-37; 10:10)
MARK 6:31 NKJV
[Jesus] said to them, “Come aside by yourselves to a deserted place and rest a while.” For there were many coming and going, and they did not even have time to eat.
DECLARATION OF FAITH
I will not allow life to become so hectic for me that I have no leisure time. It is not the will of my Father that I be overwhelmed that way. Therefore, I will regularly take time to rest and enjoy the blessings that He has given me.
(Ecclesiastes 2:24; 3:22; Matthew 11:28-30; 14:13)

I declare that right now I am a child of God. I am free from sin and full of the righteousness of God. I am saved in Jesus’ name. Amen.
