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INTRODUCTION:
 HOW TO USE THIS BOOK

One of the wonders of God’s Word is how much depth can be found in a single Scripture. One verse can speak volumes of information to us. Consider Hebrews 4:16. This verse alone contains promises of grace, mercy, forgiveness, boldness, closeness with God, answered prayer, spiritual power, and more. I’ve probably read it a thousand times, and yet each time I read it I am overwhelmed by the fullness of it.

There aren’t enough days in our lifetime for us to experience all there is to know about the Word. The Talmud, the collection of ancient rabbinic writings on Jewish law and tradition (the Mishna and the Gemara) that constitute the basis of religious authority in Orthodox Judaism, tells us that someday God is going to interpret for us even the spaces between the letters. Ironically, this incredible depth is what made writing this book so difficult.

When I was asked to separate the Complete Personalized Promise Bible into topics, my first thought was, “You’ve got to be kidding!” I suddenly had a picture in my mind of a thirty-volume set. Hebrews 4:16 alone could be classified into about a dozen topics. I knew that the only way to do this was to simply take each passage and choose a single topic for it instead of duplicating that Scripture into all of the topics that it covers.

Well, it worked for the most part, but for some Scriptures, eeny meeny miny mo just didn’t seem to cut it. So here and there I have repeated a few of the promises. However, I only did this where I felt it was necessary, and there are so few that it barely affects the size of the volume. The beauty of this is that God has placed such an abundance of promises in His Word that once I divided them all up, there were plenty for each topic.

The other difficulty I encountered was choosing the topics. There are hundreds to choose from, but if I used them all it would have been nearly impossible to choose what passage would go where. What I really wanted to do was narrow it down to just a few dozen topics. As you can probably guess, God has placed a lot more than a few dozen categories of promises in His Word. So after hours of condensing and subclassifying, I finally ended up with an even seventy topics. But let me tell you, they are absolutely awesome! Just reading the topics alone can make you weep with joy. You are about to be blessed right out of your socks!

My personal favorite is the section on how God has promised to be your Friend and closest Companion. Did you know that God thoroughly enjoys your company? Nothing blesses my life more than knowing that God is truly my very best Friend. As a matter of fact, I could probably classify every other topic under that one truth.

It is my sincere prayer that your life will be changed as you declare each of these promises. If sickness has taken hold of your body, through these pages I stand in agreement for your healing. If the spirit of poverty has you under its cruel hand of oppression, I stand in agreement that you are set free. Please, child of God, don’t be duped into thinking that your hardships are God’s will. He wants you to live a life full of joy, freedom, and peace. Read His promises. They are His will for you. Second Corinthians 1:20 decrees that every one of them is yours. Claim them today and enter into the abundant life that Jesus paid for you to enjoy!

Jesus sanctified Himself so that I may be sanctified through the Word.

I have come to know and rely on Jesus through the teaching of His disciples. I do all that He taught them to do. All that He declared they had is now mine as well. I have become one with the disciples of two thousand years ago, and in truth, I have become one with six thousand years worth of believers. Just as the Father is in Jesus, and Jesus in the Father, we all are one in them so that, through us, the world may be convinced that Jesus was sent from the Father.

What a glorious truth it is to know that I am one (in perfect union) with almighty God! Together, with all of my brothers and sisters in Christ, I have become a partaker of the glory and honor, which the Father gave Jesus.

In Jesus, I am now one with the Father. Jesus is in me, He is in the Father, and we three are one (perfectly united) so that the world may know that Jesus came forth from the Father and that the Father loves me just as much as He loves Jesus.

I no longer have to live by what is natural (the laws of nature established in my flesh), for those ways are the ways of death (producing the things of death). Through my spirit (led by the Holy Spirit), I kill off all of those practices that are one with death [and produce the things of death], and I live my life in the way that produces the things of life in me.

AUTHORITY

It is abundantly evident that the idea that we are pawns of God is in error. You are not a pawn of God; you are a child of God. Read these promises and learn the authority you have in Christ Jesus. Do not fear to step up and be the person that you were created to be.

In Jesus, I am a discerner of the thoughts, questions and intentions of those who oppose the Truth, and I have all the wisdom that I need to handle any situation or confrontation I have with them.

I am a person of faith.

The power of sin has been broken over my life.

I have every right to the healing power that God so longs for me to have and I will do whatever it takes to receive it into my life.

And being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself and became obedient to death—even death on the cross. Therefore, God exalted Him to the highest place and gave Him the name above every name, that at the name of Jesus every knee must bow, in heaven, on earth and under the earth, and every tongue must confess that Jesus is Lord to the glory of God the Father.

This manner of thinking has become my own. I now have the mind of Christ. This is the way that I think and the grounds upon which I act. In Jesus, I have become a partaker of the divine nature through the Word. I do not flaunt my rights and privileges in Him in selfish arrogance, but use them as one who serves for the purpose of bringing glory to God. I consider myself a servant to the world in order to reconcile them to God. Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us: for it is written, Cursed is every one that hangeth on a tree: That the blessing of Abraham might come on the Gentiles through Jesus Christ; that we might receive the promise of the Spirit through faith. Brethren, I speak after the manner of men; Though it be but a man’s covenant, yet if it be confirmed, no man disannulleth, or addeth thereto. Now to Abraham and his seed were the promises made. He saith not, And to seeds, as of many; but as of one, And to thy seed, which is Christ.

Declaration of Faith

I consider Abraham a chief role model for my faith. As it is written, “He believed God and it was credited to him as righteousness.” In this respect, as a believer I am a child of Abraham. The Scripture foresaw that God would justify me through faith, and He announced the Gospel to Abraham all those many years ago, saying, “All nations will be blessed through you.” Therefore, as a man of faith, I am blessed in the same ways that Abraham was, for he is the father of my faith.

I will not put myself back under the Law, thereby putting myself under the curse, for it is written, “Cursed is anyone who does not continually (without fail) do everything written in the Book of the Law.” Therefore, it is abundantly clear that I cannot be justified by the Law because I, along with everyone else in this world, have failed to keep it at one time or another.

As a seal to this truth, it is also written, “The righteous shall live by faith,” and, “The man who lives by the Law must never fail in it.” Therefore, with the Law and faith being clearly contrary to each other, I will not allow myself to rely on my own deeds of righteousness to justify me before God.

Jesus redeemed me from the curse of the Law, being made a curse for me, for it is written, “Cursed is the one who is hung on a tree.”

He redeemed me so that, through Him, I could receive the same blessings that were showered upon Abraham, and so that through faith I could receive the promise of the Spirit.

Just as no one can add to or set aside a human covenant once it has been established (witnessed and notarized), so it is in this case. The promises were spoken to Abraham and his seed. It does not say, “To his seeds,” meaning many people, but, “To his seed,” meaning one person, who is Jesus. And since He became my substitute and I am now one with Him, I am a recipient of those promises. Because of what Jesus did for me, all of God’s promises are now mine through Him!

Declaration of Faith

I receive what was promised by the faith that Jesus demonstrated.

I do not rely on the works of the Law in order to receive the promise; for the Law was given in order to lead me to Jesus, so that I might be justified by faith. Therefore, I am no longer under the supervision of the Law.

I am a son of God through the faith of Jesus Christ, for when I was baptized into Christ, I was clothed with Christ. This is the epitome of my righteousness. I now rest in the very righteousness of Jesus Himself.

As all of my brothers and sisters in Christ have clothed themselves with Christ, there is no longer any distinctions between races, social classes, or gender, for we are all one in Him.

I am a born-again son of God. I belong to Christ. Therefore, I am Abraham’s seed and an heir according to the promise.

Declaration of Faith

God has sworn by Himself that all of His promises are applied to me. This puts an end to all arguments over whether I will receive them or not. I will receive the promise!

God wanted to make the unchangeable nature of His purpose very clear to me so that I could fully understand His intentions. Therefore, He confirmed His promises to me on an oath, saying, “By Myself I have sworn.” This He did so that I could be greatly encouraged and patiently persevere until the promise is manifested; for I know full well that it is impossible for God to lie.

This hope (the fact that God does not lie and that He swore by Himself that I would receive the promise) is an anchor for my soul. He Himself is my High Priest and the surety of God’s promise to me.

TO MAKE YOU HIS CHAMPION


Most often when you ask someone who are the greatest champions of God in the Bible, they will name names like Samson or David. Though these were great champions, I do not relate to them as well as I do two others: Job and Paul. David was a man after God’s own heart, and if there is anything I want to be, it is that. But what strikes me as even more champion-like is having the ability to stay true to God no matter what the circumstances.

If you read Job 29, you get an image of how Job was very champion-like before he experienced all of his troubles. Yet what made him a hero was how he never turned on God in all of his sufferings. Paul also went through trial after trial. He was beaten, whipped, stoned, and imprisoned, and he always responded with raised hands and shouts of praise.

Despite what they endured, these two did exploits that changed the world they lived in. They were tremendous blessings to family, friends, church, and community. If there is any goal in our future, may it be that we will be champions of such caliber.

Remember the word that I said unto you, The servant is not greater than his lord. If they have persecuted me, they will also persecute you; if they have kept my saying, they will keep yours also. But all these things will they do unto you for my name’s sake, because they know not him that sent me.

Declaration of Faith

If I belonged to the world, the world would accept me and treat me as one of its own. But I am not of this world. I have been chosen out of the world and am no longer subject to its ways of living and being.

The world hates the fact that I do not indulge in worldly ways or operate the way they feel is appropriate. This is why I suffer persecution.

I must continually remember that a servant is not greater than his master. Therefore, if they persecuted Jesus, they are sure to persecute me, for I have become one with Him in all things. I follow Him with a whole heart doing all of the same things that He did in His earth walk.

However, I do have this consolation: if there were those who observed and followed Jesus’ teachings, there will also be those who observe and follow mine.

I know to expect persecution and ridicule because of my love for Jesus and commitment to His Word. The world just doesn’t understand the love of the Father, or why I am so committed to kingdom-living. But, I will love them regardless and pray for them continually.

No, I fully understand that I am saved, born again and recreated with a nature that desires to do good works. The whole point of my salvation is my deliverance from sin, not my having a license to revel in it.

A COVENANT


A covenant is a binding contract between two individuals in which each one pledges his life to the other. It is an agreement in which the two individuals are seen as one because each covenant partner has pledged all that he has for the success and protection of the other. In biblical times if a person were to break a covenant, he would receive the death penalty.

In the Old Testament (or Old Covenant), we can find the covenant pledges that God gave in Deuteronomy 28:1-14. However, in verses 15-68 we find all of the curses that would come upon them if they ever broke the covenant.

We are now in a New Covenant with God that is secured by the blood of Jesus. Jesus is now our security! The ability to keep the covenant rests in His power and not our own. Paul declares it to be a better covenant with better promises. Why? For starters, in our covenant we are made to be partakers of the body and blood of Jesus. That makes us actual children of God. We also have promises of the indwelling of God in our spirit, true fellowship with God, heavenly glory, and more. Not only that, but according to 2 Corinthians 1:20 all of the Old Covenant blessings are still ours!

As you read these promises, know that you are in a covenant relationship with Almighty God. He has pledged Himself and all of His resources to you. Think of what that means. You now have every ability to live life the way God intended for you to live it.

DELIVERANCE


Did you know that you do not have to go to a deliverance minister in order to be delivered? The fact of the matter is, you already are delivered. There was a time when I would have rolled my eyes at that statement saying, “Yeah, if I’m so delivered, then why am I still in bondage?” That was before I realized that God does not force deliverance on you; He requires you to choose it.

Let me give you an example. When I first gave my life to Jesus, I was still smoking cigarettes. Every time I would light up I would feel guilty and sinful. I must have thrown my cigarettes away a hundred times only to be digging through the trash three hours later in order to light up again.

Then a breakthrough came on my birthday in 1987. I was outside next to my house, smoking and praying for deliverance. I kept looking at the cigarette and begging God to help me quit. When I went back inside, I started washing my hands in order to get the ashtray smell off of them. As I washed them, I began saying, “In the name of Jesus,” over and over. The more I said it, the more determined I became. That was when a revelation came: “I have set before you life and death...choose life” (Deut. 30:19). I had to make a quality, unwavering choice. I had to choose to be delivered.

In the days that followed, when a craving came my eyes would narrow, and I would simply say, “No! I choose life!” Every time I said it, the craving got smaller and would sometimes go away all together. I knew that I was already delivered. I simply had to do my part. After that, it almost became fun. Part of the fighting spirit within me wanted the craving to come back just so I could knock it down again. I stand today delivered from bondage to cigarettes.

Know that Jesus has set you free. He paid an awesome price for you to walk in deliverance. Make the choice to do so today.

I cast from me all bitterness, rage, anger, brawling and slander, along with every kind of malice, and I embrace kindness and compassion, always being ready to forgive, just as in Jesus, God forgave me.

ETERNAL SECURITY, PART 1

The question of eternal security is really a question of what keeps us saved. Is it our works, or the sacrifice of Jesus? Anyone who knows anything about the Bible must admit that only the blood of Jesus can save us from our sins. We also must believe that His sacrifice was once for all. In other words, He does not have to re-sacrifice Himself every time we sin. Jesus completely destroyed the power of sin at the cross. The vast majority of Christians clearly see this, yet still we have people who fear losing their salvation.

I believe this is true because most people want to take responsibility for their own actions, and it is hard for them to accept that Jesus took the responsibility of their actions upon Himself. We can never be good enough to stay saved. Salvation is maintained by grace through faith and not our works. This is the very essence of the gospel, and it is our choice whether to accept it or reject it. If we reject it and go about trying to establish our own righteousness, then we have fallen from grace.

The next logical question is, can we ever be lost again once we are saved? I believe we can—by rejecting Jesus. We never lose our power of choice. If you reject the Lord and disdain His precious blood as a common thing, you are lost.

I have said all of this in case you are one of those believers who are held in bondage to fear. Every one of us has sinned numerous times since we’ve been saved, but not a single one of those sins was more powerful than the blood of Jesus. Where sin abounds, grace abounds much more. Take comfort. As long as you want Jesus, He will never leave you no matter how many mistakes you make.

FAITH


So few people truly know what faith is. Here is the simplest definition I can think of: Faith is the affirmation of belief. After reading all of the Bible promises on faith, I cannot think of a better definition than that. When Paul was explaining the spirit of faith, he stated, “We too believe, and therefore we speak” (2 Cor. 4:13 AMP). James tells that faith without some corresponding action is not faith at all. It is just belief. (James 2:18-26.)

The Word also says that it is by faith and patience that we receive God’s promises. (Heb. 6:12.) It does not say that we receive them by belief and patience. You do not have faith until you speak and act on it. You have to get up and do something about what you believe. Then, you cannot let circumstances cause you to doubt. You must have patience as you continue to exercise your faith. Notice I did not say as you continue to believe, but as you exercise your faith. By relentlessly continuing to affirm what you believe through your actions and words, you will inherit the promise you are believing for.

Declaration of Faith

My inheritance of God’s promise is the outcome of my faith. By believing in the promise and speaking of it as if it were mine, God has an avenue to give it to me as an act of grace (unmerited, undeserved favor). This overcomes the obstacles that imprison God’s giving heart and is the surety that guarantees that I will receive His promise in my life.

When God said, “Look to the stars, Abraham. So shall your descendents be,” He gave Abraham a vision of his destiny. Abraham, the father of my faith, with his finger pointing to the heavens, declared in triumphal harmony with God, “So shall my descendents be!” Like God, regardless of his natural circumstances, he called those things that be not as though they were.

This is the example set before me. I believe and declare God’s Word to be true in my life. Therefore, in faith, I call those things which be not [in my present condition or circumstance] as if I already have them. I will allow no unbelief or mistrust to make me waiver, but shall grow strong, empowered by faith, giving praise and glory to God.

I believe that God is trustworthy and I am fully convinced that He is able to keep His Word and do what He has promised.

I am the righteousness of God in Christ Jesus. This righteousness is granted to me because I believe in and put my total reliance upon God, who raised Jesus my Lord from the dead. It was Jesus who took my place, was betrayed and put to death because of my sin, but was raised again once my justification was secured.

This is why I am so aggrieved and uncomfortable concerning my mortal body, because I am not designed to live in a dwelling of mortality. The things of death are utterly repulsive to me, being completely contrary to my new nature. Therefore, I long to be clothed with my immortal body so that every aspect of death concerning me will be swallowed up by life.

Now it is God who made me for this purpose and has given me the Holy Spirit as a deposit, guaranteeing what is to come. In this, I rejoice in great confidence knowing that, though I am not living in my immortal body and in the physical presence of the Lord, by the power of the Holy Spirit within me I can walk by faith and experience heavenly bliss in my present mortal body even while on the earth. I am not moved by what I see, feel or experience in my mortal body, for my faith (believing and speaking the promise) transcends all and brings God’s glory and blessings into my life.

But if, while we seek to be justified by Christ, we ourselves also are found sinners, is therefore Christ the minister of sin? God forbid. For if I build again the things which I destroyed, I make myself a transgressor. For I through the law am dead to the law, that I might live unto God. I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me. I do not frustrate the grace of God: for if righteousness come by the law, then Christ is dead in vain.

Declaration of Faith

I realize that I am not justified by the Law, but by faith in Jesus; for, even though doing the good deeds outlined in the Law is right, it is not what justifies me in the sight of God. The only thing that can save me from death and destruction is a sin substitute—and that is what Jesus became for me. Therefore, I will rest in the finished work of my Savior.

Even though I may fail and sin against the Law as a child of God, it doesn’t mean that Christ is a minister of sin or has become an excuse for it. The fact of the matter is He stripped sin of its power. Because of this, even if I sin I stand uncondemned. Therefore, I now have the ability to control it, for it no longer has any power over my life. God Himself now partners up with me so that I can live a life of true holiness.

In Jesus, the Law has been fulfilled and set aside. The Law is fulfilled in me, only so far as I remain in Him.

The regulations of the Law are no longer a guide to me. I am led by the Holy Spirit now.

Sin, which was awakened by the Law, is no longer a factor in my justification or my righteousness. In Jesus, the Law has been destroyed in terms of my justification. I am no longer considered a sinner in the eyes of God. Therefore, why would I want to turn to the Law for justification and thus become a sinner again?

I, through the Law, died to the Law, so that I may live for God. I am crucified with Christ. It is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me. And the life that I now live, I live by the faith of the Son of God, who showed His love for me by becoming my sin substitute. All that I am (in righteousness, justification, redemption, etc.) is in Him.

I absolutely refuse to set aside this wonderful grace and turn back to the Law, which produced in me spiritual death. Jesus did not die for me in vain! My righteousness does not come through the good deeds outlined in the Law, but by Jesus alone!

The Holy Spirit also testifies to this, saying, “This is the covenant I will make with them, says the Lord, I will engraft my laws into their hearts and I will write them in their minds,” and, “Their sins and their unlawful acts I will remember no more.” Where these have been forgiven, there is no longer a need for any kind of sacrifice for my sin.

Therefore, since I now have full freedom and confidence to enter into the Holy of Holies of heaven by the blood of Jesus, I can draw near to God with a sincere heart and the full measure of faith. In light of this, I will be unwavering and relentless with my confession of faith, for I know beyond a shadow of doubt that He who made the promise is faithful. He will do what He said He would do.

But call to remembrance the former days, in which, after ye were illuminated, ye endured a great fight of afflictions; Partly, whilst ye were made a gazingstock both by reproaches and afflictions; and partly, whilst ye became companions of them that were so used. For ye had compassion of me in my bonds, and took joyfully the spoiling of your goods, knowing in yourselves that ye have in heaven a better and an enduring substance. Cast not away therefore your confidence, which hath great recompence of reward. For ye have need of patience, that, after ye have done the will of God, ye might receive the promise. For yet a little while, and he that shall come will come, and will not tarry. Now the just shall live by faith: but if any man draw back, my soul shall have no pleasure in him. But we are not of them who draw back unto perdition; but of them that believe to the saving of the soul.

Now faith is the substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen. For by it the elders obtained a good report. Through faith we understand that the worlds were framed by the word of God, so that things which are seen were not made of things which do appear.

By faith Abel offered unto God a more excellent sacrifice than Cain, by which he obtained witness that he was righteous, God testifying of his gifts: and by it he being dead yet speaketh. By faith Enoch was translated that he should not see death; and was not found, because God had translated him: for before his translation he had this testimony, that he pleased God. But without faith it is impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him. By faith Noah, being warned of God of things not seen as yet, moved with fear, prepared an ark to the saving of his house; by which he condemned the world, and became heir of the righteousness which is by faith. By faith Abraham, when he was called to go out into a place which he should after receive for an inheritance, obeyed; and he went out, not knowing whither he went. By faith he sojourned in the land of promise, as in a strange country, dwelling in tabernacles with Isaac and Jacob, the heirs with him of the same promise: For he looked for a city which hath foundations, whose builder and maker is God. Through faith also Sara herself received strength to conceive seed, and was delivered of a child when she was past age, because she judged him faithful who had promised. Therefore sprang there even of one, and him as good as dead, so many as the stars of the sky in multitude, and as the sand which is by the seashore innumerable. These all died in faith, not having received the promises, but having seen them afar off, and were persuaded of them, and embraced them, and confessed that they were strangers and pilgrims on the earth. For they that say such things declare plainly that they seek a country. And truly, if they had been mindful of that country from whence they came out, they might have had opportunity to have returned. But now they desire a better country, that is, an heavenly: wherefore God is not ashamed to be called their God: for he hath prepared for them a city. By faith Abraham, when he was tried, offered up Isaac: and he that had received the promises offered up his only begotten son, Of whom it was said, That in Isaac shall thy seed be called: Accounting that God was able to raise him up, even from the dead; from whence also he received him in a figure. By faith Isaac blessed Jacob and Esau concerning things to come. By faith Jacob, when he was a dying, blessed both the sons of Joseph; and worshipped, leaning upon the top of his staff. By faith Joseph, when he died, made mention of the departing of the children of Israel; and gave commandment concerning his bones. By faith Moses, when he was born, was hid three months of his parents, because they saw he was a proper child; and they were not afraid of the king’s commandment. By faith Moses, when he was come to years, refused to be called the son of Pharaoh’s daughter; Choosing rather to suffer affliction with the people of God, than to enjoy the pleasures of sin for a season; Esteeming the reproach of Christ greater riches than the treasures in Egypt: for he had respect unto the recompence of the reward. By faith he forsook Egypt, not fearing the wrath of the king: for he endured, as seeing him who is invisible. Through faith he kept the passover, and the sprinkling of blood, lest he that destroyed the firstborn should touch them. By faith they passed through the Red sea as by dry land: which the Egyptians assaying to do were drowned. By faith the walls of Jericho fell down, after they were compassed about seven days. By faith the harlot Rahab perished not with them that believed not, when she had received the spies with peace.

And what shall I more say? for the time would fail me to tell of Gedeon, and of Barak, and of Samson, and of Jephthae; of David also, and Samuel, and of the prophets: Who through faith subdued kingdoms, wrought righteousness, obtained promises, stopped the mouths of lions, Quenched the violence of fire, escaped the edge of the sword, out of weakness were made strong, waxed valiant in fight, turned to flight the armies of the aliens. Women received their dead raised to life again: and others were tortured, not accepting deliverance; that they might obtain a better resurrection: And others had trial of cruel mockings and scourgings, yea, moreover of bonds and imprisonment: They were stoned, they were sawn asunder, were tempted, were slain with the sword: they wandered about in sheepskins and goatskins; being destitute, afflicted, tormented; (Of whom the world was not worthy:) they wandered in deserts, and in mountains, and in dens and caves of the earth. And these all, having obtained a good report through faith, received not the promise: God having provided some better thing for us, that they without us should not be made perfect.

Wherefore seeing we also are compassed about with so great a cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside every weight, and the sin which doth so easily beset us, and let us run with patience the race that is set before us, Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God. For consider him that endured such contradiction of sinners against himself, lest ye be wearied and faint in your minds.

Declaration of Faith

I will not throw down my faith, because I know in due time I will reap and be richly rewarded. I am resolved to persevere through any and every difficulty, not looking at the circumstance, but with my eyes fixed on the promise. I know that once I have fulfilled the requirements of the promise, I will receive it in its full measure.

I know by experience that it really doesn’t take that long for God to move on my behalf. It is not like He is hesitant to do things for me. But, I also know that it is my responsibility to live by faith [believing in, speaking forth, and acting upon the answer]. If I look to the circumstance and give up on my faith in the promise, there is no obligation for it to be fulfilled in my life. Faith is the avenue that God has chosen to bring forth His blessings into the earth. Therefore, if I refuse to walk by faith, the promise will remain dormant no matter how much I believe in it.

But I am not one of those who shrink back and give up on their faith. To the contrary, I am one who continues to believe and receive promise after promise, and I enjoy God’s round-the-clock deliverance in my life.

My faith is the very substance of the things that I hope for. It is the certainty that what I do not see will soon be manifested in my life.

I have a thorough understanding of the process of faith. I understand that through faith, God created the universe with His Word. All that I see now was made out of what cannot be seen by the physical eye.

God has called me to live by the same process. When I believe and speak, in perfect alignment with the will of God, the things that I say are manifested.

I know that without faith it is impossible for me to please God. In order for me to draw near to Him, I must first believe that He exists, and then that He will reward me as I diligently seek Him. I believe both. I have assurance in my heart that His Word rings true in my life. Therefore, I fix all of my will on pleasing Him in every way. To do this, I must make demands on the power that He has given me and call those things that be not as though they were.

I do not see things from a worldly point of view but through the eyes of God. I am an heir of the righteousness that comes through faith.

I follow in the faith of father Abraham. It is not my concern how the promise is going to manifest, but only that it will manifest. I will obey whatever I am told and move forward, acting upon the Word and proving the reality of it in my life.

I hold fast to the promise of God. I know full well that God is faithful and will see to it that the promise is made good in me. I do not see things from a human perspective, but from the perspective of the promise. I reject what my senses tell me and take hold of what God has revealed to me through His Word. If the circumstance is overwhelming and the odds appear impossible, I can use the things around me as visual types of the promise’s fulfillment in order to strengthen my faith until the promise is manifested in my life.

I freely admit that my citizenship is not of this earth. Like those saints of old, I will live by faith until the day I take my place among them at my residence in heaven.

The great promise of redemption in Christ is given to me. It is a better thing that I have as compared to what those great men and women of faith had. And though they have received and enjoy their redemption in heaven, I now receive and enjoy it on earth. And what’s more, they are now my brothers and sisters in Christ—all part of my family: the great family of God.

Therefore, since I am surrounded by such a great cloud of witnesses, I will cast aside every hindrance to my receiving the promises of God, and rid myself of all of those sins which plague and trouble me. I will be about my Father’s business and like the saints of old, through faith I will administer justice, obtain the promises, shut the mouths of lions, quench the fury of the flames, and escape the edge of the sword. Through faith, my weaknesses will turn to strength and I will become mighty in battle and rout all of my enemies.

I am resolved to run my race with patient endurance and unwavering persistence.

I will look away from all distractions that would keep me from those things that Jesus has provided. I reject the image of the world and take hold of an image in my mind of what cannot be seen with my natural eyes. It is my mind’s image, in accordance with what God has promised, that is the true reality. Therefore, I purpose in my heart to see things through the eyes of God.

I look to Jesus Himself as providing the ultimate faith example and as the very author and finisher of my faith; for He understood the promise and knew what He was providing for me when He chose to suffer in my stead. Despite the circumstances, He acted upon the promise of my redemption. And even though He did not see me, from a human perspective, He saw me in the spirit, one who was far off, and knew the life that I would be provided. He knew that I would become His brother and take my place in the family. This brought Him such joy that He willingly endured the cross and suffered the due penalty and shame that was mine. And, honoring His Word, God raised Him and seated Him at His own right hand.

I will follow this example, considering it carefully so that I will not grow weary and lose heart. I will remain a man of faith despite any situation I may find myself in. I do not look to the circumstances as the final authority, but believe in God [in His Word and in His promises] and speak words of faith to those circumstances until the manifestation of what I say, in line with the Word, comes to pass.

In the same way, I maintain a working faith. I do not just give mental assent to the truth of the Word, but act upon it, bearing an abundance of righteous fruit in my life. My faith only has value in the fruit that it produces.

Even father Abraham was counted as righteous because of what he did when he offered Isaac on the altar. Therefore, like him, my faith and my actions work together, and my faith is made complete by the fruit that I produce.

Through active and working faith, I have become the righteousness of God in Christ Jesus. I am now the very friend of God. This could only happen by my actively receiving what God has for me.

I was justified by actively receiving what God has for me, and I now live my life in this earth in the same way that I received justification: by active , working faith.

This thou hast seen, O Lord: keep not silence: O Lord, be not far from me. Stir up thyself, and awake to my judgment, even unto my cause, my God and my Lord. Judge me, O Lord my God, according to thy righteousness; and let them not rejoice over me. Let them not say in their hearts, Ah,so would we have it: let them not say, We have swallowed him up. Let them be ashamed and brought to confusion together that rejoice at mine hurt: let them be clothed with shame and dishonour that magnify themselves against me.

I pray, Lord, that they may change. I pray that they turn and fear you and repent of their wicked ways. But, if they refuse, may justice and righteousness reign!

I will not allow anyone to take me captive through deceptive philosophies, which are rooted in human traditions and the basic principles of this world rather than on Christ. The ways of the spirit are above the ways of the world, and it is by the spirit that I have chosen to live; for as in Christ all the fullness of the Godhead dwells in bodily form, through my identification with Him I have been given that very same fullness. In Him, I have all of the fullness of the Godhead dwelling within me in bodily form. The One who is the Master of all power and authority is actually dwelling within me at this very moment.

In Him, I was circumcised, in the casting aside of the sinful nature, not with the circumcision done with human hands, but the circumcision that is done by Christ, having been buried with Him in baptism and raised with Him through my faith in the power of God, who raised Him from the dead.

I was once dead in the uncircumcision of my sinful nature, but God brought me to life together with Christ. He forgave me, at that time, of all of my sins, first to last, having cancelled the written code, with its regulations that proved my guilt. He took it all away and nailed it to the cross! On my behalf, He disarmed the principalities and powers and made a public spectacle of them, triumphing over them through the cross.

When I made Jesus the Lord of my life, He lifted the burden of the Law from my shoulders; for Jesus has fulfilled the Law and set it aside, and all that He did has been credited to my account. Now every time Satan accuses me, God can justly say that the penalty of whatever part of the Law I may have broken does not apply to me anymore, because I am not under the rule of the Law, but under grace!

Whoever says, I know Him [I perceive, recognize, understand, and am acquainted with Him] but fails to keep and obey His commandments (teachings) is a liar, and the Truth [of the Gospel] is not in him. But he who keeps (treasures) His Word [who bears in mind His precepts, who observes His message in its entirety], truly in him has the love of and for God been perfected (completed, reached maturity). By this we may perceive (know, recognize, and be sure) that we are in Him: Whoever says he abides in Him ought [as a personal debt] to walk and conduct himself in the same way in which He walked and conducted Himself.

Declaration of Faith

I do not see my secure position in Jesus as an excuse to sin. However, if I do sin, I have One who speaks to God the Father in my defense: my Lord and Savior, Jesus Christ the righteous. He is the propitiation (the go between; the one who makes amends) for my sins, and not for mine only, but also for the sins of the whole world.

I know that I have come to know Him, because I love the purity of His commands and I have purposed to joyfully obey them from my heart. Anyone who says, “I know Him,” but doesn’t like to do what He says is a liar who is bereft of the truth.

God’s Word is precious to me. I joyfully obey it, even though at times I have fallen short of it. Yet, my heart’s desire is to obey His commands and live my life in purity and holiness. Because of this, God’s love is truly made complete in me.

I also know that I am in Him because I walk the way that Jesus walked. I have taken up His ministry as my own.

In the Old Testament, everything was a matter of works. A person’s righteousness was based upon how well he followed the commandments of God. You can conclude that in the eyes of God, no one was righteous under the Old Testament. This is the point Paul was making in Romans 3.

In the New Testament, we are given the gift of Jesus’ righteousness. In Him we live and move and have our being. Our right to approach God is based upon what Jesus did for us. Our right to the promises of God is based upon what Jesus did as well. If you are in Jesus there is nothing that can separate you from God! You are now free to serve Him without any obstacles. The Son has set you free; therefore, you are free indeed!

Jesus is the Door and I have entered through Him into this mighty covenant communion with God that I now enjoy. In Him, I enjoy true freedom and liberty, and find such pasture that whatever the circumstance, good or bad, I have all that I need and more.

I know that the thief comes only to steal, kill, and destroy. Jesus, on the other hand, came to give me the life of God with all of its abundance (provision overflowing and bursting through the seams).

Jesus is such a Good Shepherd to me. He so loves me that He willingly laid down His life to provide for me all that He has and all that He is.

God forbid. How shall we, that are dead to sin, live any longer therein? Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death? Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. For if we have been planted together in the likeness of his death, we shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection: Knowing this, that our old man is crucified with him, that the body of sin might be destroyed, that henceforth we should not serve sin. For he that is dead is freed from sin. Now if we be dead with Christ, we believe that we shall also live with him: Knowing that Christ being raised from the dead dieth no more; death hath no more dominion over him. For in that he died, he died unto sin once: but in that he liveth, he liveth unto God. Likewise reckon ye also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive unto God through Jesus Christ our Lord. Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal body, that ye should obey it in the lusts thereof. Neither yield ye your members as instruments of unrighteousness unto sin: but yield yourselves unto God, as those that are alive from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness unto God. For sin shall not have dominion over you: for ye are not under the law, but under grace.

Declaration of Faith

I have died to sin; therefore, I shall no longer live in it.

When I was baptized into Jesus, I was baptized into His death. I was buried with Him in baptism into death, in order that, just as Jesus was raised from the dead, I might be raised to a new life through Him. By this, I am perfectly identified with His death, burial and Resurrection. It was as if I myself, through His substitution, suffered the penalty for my sins, seeing that all Jesus did was done for me personally and is set to my account. I have been perfectly united with Him in His death and I am also perfectly united with Him in His Resurrection.

My old spiritually dead self was crucified with Jesus in order to free my body from slavery to sin’s power. As a born-again child of God, my old nature no longer has the power to control my actions. Because I died with Jesus, I have been set completely free!

Now since I died with Christ, I also live through Him. I know that since Jesus was raised from the dead, He cannot die again; death no longer has any kind of power over Him; for by the death that He died, He died to sin (ending His relationship to it), but the life that He lives, He lives in an unbreakable bond with God.

In the same way, I count myself, through identification with Jesus, as being dead to sin, and yet I am alive and living in an unbreakable bond with God. Therefore, I will not allow sin to control my mortal body in any way. I will not use any part of my body as an instrument of wickedness, nor will I allow the evil one to overrun any part of me.

Sin is no longer my master in any way, for I have been set free from its power and have become a partaker of God’s grace. Therefore, sin can no longer separate me from my Father, and together we continually demonstrate its defeat in my life.

But God be thanked, that ye were the servants of sin, but ye have obeyed from the heart that form of doctrine which was delivered you. Being then made free from sin, ye became the servants of righteousness.

Declaration of Faith

The thought of using my complete freedom from sin as an excuse to live in it is reprehensible to me. It goes against the very law of my new nature.

I also know that, even as a born-again child of God, if I offer myself to sin, I can become its slave again. I become the slave of the one that I obey, whether to sin, which leads to destruction, or to obedience, which leads to righteousness and the God-kind of life. I thank God that I can now wholeheartedly obey Him and live by the Word, and that having been set free from sin, I have now become a servant of righteousness.

As the Holy Spirit guides you, use your spiritual gifts to bless the rest of us, and don’t forget to use them for yourself as well.

When I speak one of God’s promises into my life, I know that I must continually believe and speak it until what I have called for is manifested in this natural world.

Whenever I am seeking anything, I remember that I have a Guide within me. Therefore, I will not give up until I have found what I am looking for.

When I have come to a door of promised blessing that is shut, I will knock at that door until it opens to me and my life is showered with all of the benefits of that promise.

When I persistently ask, I receive all that I am praying for and more. When I persistently seek, I find what I am looking for and more. When I persistently knock, the door eventually opens to me and I walk in the fullness of God’s blessings in my life.

I am careful to ask for specific things. God does not operate in vague generalities, nor does He respond to my prayers with something other than what I am asking for.

Even I, as a good father, know how to give good gifts to my children. I give them specifically what they are asking for so that their joy may be full. If my children ask me for something that is not good for them, I simply do not give it.

The same goes for my heavenly Father. It brings Him great pleasure to give me those specific desires of my heart. I fully understand that there are many different gifts that the Spirit gives and that any one of them can work in my life at any given moment. I also know that no spiritual gift operates in my life but that which is given to me for the common good and edification of all.

Though I may operate in any spiritual gift, I have no monopoly on them in the assembly (in church). I may speak a word of wisdom or a word of knowledge, operate in supernatural faith, perform healings, display miraculous powers, prophesy, discern spirits that are present [distinguish between them or receive some revelation of them], prophesy in tongues, or give the interpretation of prophetic tongues, but only as the Spirit leads.

(1 Corinthians 14:1-5; 15:28; Mark 16:17,18; Acts 1:8; Romans 12:6)

Declaration of Faith

The higher gifts of the Spirit [over and above natural gifts] are a top priority in my life. I eagerly desire them and diligently cultivate them in my walk with God.

Follow after charity, and desire spiritual gifts, but rather that ye may prophesy. Declaration of Faith

I follow the way of love and eagerly pursue spiritual gifts, especially the gift of prophecy. When I speak in an unknown tongue, I do not speak to men, but to God. No one understands what I am saying, because I am speaking mysteries with my spirit.

When I prophesy, on the other hand, I speak to people in a language that they can understand so that they can be strengthened, encouraged and comforted. This is the very purpose of spiritual gifts.

When I speak in an unknown tongue, I edify and improve myself, but when I prophesy, I edify and improve the entire congregation. This is what makes prophecy more beneficial [to the congregation] than speaking in tongues.

Declaration of Faith

I am zealous and eager to cultivate and operate in spiritual gifts in my life, but mostly I desire to excel in those gifts that edify the entire church. Therefore, if I have an unction to speak in tongues to the church, I will pray that I may interpret what I say.

For if I pray in a tongue, my spirit prays, but my understanding is unfruitful. What is the conclusion then? I will pray with the spirit, and I will also pray with the understanding. I will sing with the spirit, and I will also sing with the understanding.

When I pray in tongues, my spirit is praying, but in my mind I do not understand what is being said. Therefore, I will pray with my spirit, but pray also with my understanding; I will sing with my spirit, but sing also with my understanding.

When I pray in tongues, I give thanks well. But even though my personal prayer is perfect in the sight of God, others cannot understand me and therefore are not edified by what I say.

I thank God for the ability that He has given me to speak in tongues. However, in church I remain focused on what will edify everyone present, and not just myself.

But if there be no interpreter, let him keep silence in the church; and let him speak to himself, and to God.

Declaration of Faith

When I gather together with my brothers and sisters in Christ, I bring with me the gifts of the Spirit with full understanding that they are to be used for the edification (strengthening) of the entire assembly.

If I have an unction to speak in tongues (in a prophetic capacity), I will do so in an orderly fashion. I will not speak (in tongues) at the same time with any more than three believers and I will not do so without an interpretation. If there is no interpretation, I will speak (in tongues) quietly and enjoy (personally) this perfect communication between God and myself.

Two or three prophets should speak, and the others should weigh carefully what is said.

Declaration of Faith

When prophetic utterances are spoken within the church, I do not take them at face value, but carefully analyze what is said, making sure that it lines up with the Word.

All of the gifts of the Spirit are subject to my control; for God is not a God of disorder, but of peace. Therefore, I will remain quiet until I have been given my turn to speak [by the pastor, or the one in charge of the meeting]. And I always keep in mind that the spirituals gifts the Holy Spirit has given me are for the edification, encouragement and comfort of all [myself included].

SPIRITUAL GIFTS, PART 2:
 VISIONS AND DREAMS

Did you know that as a born-again child of God, you are destined to have supernatural dreams and visions? All too many of God’s children believe that such manifestations of the Holy Spirit are not for them. Even among the “Faith” crowd there are many who look to others as being specially chosen to receive this great blessing. They sit on the edge of their seats and listen intently as others tell testimonies of how God has spoken through a supernatural vision or a recurring dream, all the while failing to realize that the promise is unto them as well!

As a child of God, you have this blessing within you at this very moment. It is His perfect will to speak to you through visions both day and night. Of course, you must be sure that the dream or vision is from God. For one thing, it must line up with His Word.

God loves you so much that He wants to present to you, in vivid detail, things that will make your life better. He longs to show you ideas for business, give you ways to heal your relationships, warn you of pending danger, and much more. The Holy Spirit is working within you whether you are asleep or awake, and He is more than willing to move according to His Word and the desires of your heart.

If you desire for God to speak to you through dreams and visions, make the decision right now to believe. Take hold of the following Scriptures and claim them as your own. God has promised that if you’ll believe you have received His promises, you shall have them!

After these things, the word of the Lord came to Abram in a vision, saying, Fear not, Abram, I am your Shield, your abundant compensation, and your reward shall be exceedingly great.

Declaration of Faith

I am afraid of nothing! God, the Creator of the universe, is my Shield. He grants me abundance to the extreme. My reward, in Him, is exceedingly great.

(2 Timothy 1:7; Joshua 1:5-9; Psalm 3:3; 5:12; Deuteronomy 28:1-14; 2 John 8)

Declaration of Faith

By the Holy Spirit, I understand dreams and visions of every kind.

I thank thee, and praise thee, O thou God of my fathers, who hast given me wisdom and might, and hast made known unto me now what we desired of thee: for thou hast now made known unto us the king’s matter.

Declaration of Faith

I am an expert in the art of persuasion and can speak with extraordinary wisdom and tact.

My supervisors are quick to grant me favors.

I understand the power of the prayer of agreement and regularly seek those of like faith to urgently agree with me for the answers to my petitions before God’s throne. God is ever ready to reveal to me things to come. In Him, I have the answers to every mystery and the interpretation of every vision and dream. Wisdom and power are my Father’s to give. Times and seasons are under His control, and He reserves the authority to both set up kings and knock them down.

God has made me wise and discerning. He continually increases my wisdom and knowledge. He reveals to me deep and hidden things. He makes my path bright in the midst of the darkness and makes me aware of every sneak attack. In Him, I have extraordinary wisdom and power beyond compare. Whatever I ask in His name, He makes known to me.

Declaration of Faith

The Holy Spirit dwells in my heart and has given me God-like wisdom and intelligence. I have keen insight regarding all issues that affect my life. I have a keen mind with extraordinary ability to retain and understand knowledge.

Furthermore, I have the ability to interpret dreams, understand and explain mysteries, and solve difficult problems.

I am very proud of my God. He is faithful to His Word.

God, the One and only, dwells within me. He is on my side. So what do I care what the world thinks? Should I be ashamed because I do what is right? Should I be ashamed because I choose to seek the will of God instead of the will of men? I think not!

The Holy Spirit has been poured out upon me and I prophesy and experience dreams and visions to the praise of His glory. He grants me this honor because He sees me as a quality individual. He does not see me as the world sees me, or even as I may see myself. To Him, I am precious and to be honored. It is His good pleasure to pour out His Spirit upon me.

When I receive my clear-cut vision, a divine faith plan unthwartable in the hands of the diligent, I write it down and make it a clear, understandable, and unmistakable declaration in my life. I place this plan where I will regularly see it so that I will have a continuous reminder and a source of focus toward my inevitable goal. I will speak of the end from the beginning and stand in full confidence that the Lord and I will see it through to its fulfillment. This is not arrogance; it is faith—and faith is the substance by which I live.

GRACE


Grace is the unconditional acceptance of God. It is unearned and undeserved; therefore, it must be freely given. If we think that we have to prove ourselves worthy of grace, we are contradicting the concept. (Rom. 11:6.) You cannot do anything to earn it or maintain it. God gives it to you as a free gift. All you have to do is receive it and be thankful for it.

It is sad that so many Christians are under the impression that you can fall from grace by sinning. That is ludicrous and makes no sense whatsoever. If it were true, then grace would no longer be grace. The only reference in the Bible to falling from grace is Galatians 5:4. In this verse Paul tells us that if we try to be right with God through our own goodness, then we have fallen from grace.

Hebrews 4:16 tells us to come boldly before the throne of grace to obtain mercy and grace to help us in our time of need. Who needs mercy and grace but someone who has blown it? You can’t even qualify for this verse if you are trusting in your own goodness.

Don’t let twisted, contradictory, anti-grace teaching get into your spirit. It will poison you and make you useless in the kingdom. True grace sets you free and makes you want to serve God with all of your heart. Never fail to recognize that you are always welcome before the throne of your Father, no matter what you have done.

I am now a partaker of His grace and truth. God’s favor has been granted to me permanently and without condition. This favor gives me divine enabling to do all that I have been called to do and receive all that I have been called to receive.

Jesus has introduced me to our Father, making Him known to me in such an intimate way that in all that I do I perceive and understand His will, His love, His power, His wisdom, and His kindness towards me.

By cleansing my heart through faith, and pouring out the Holy Spirit upon me, He gives me all of the same gifts that He did them.

I will not allow any additional yoke to be placed upon me that would hinder me in the liberty that I now enjoy in Christ. I continually hold fast to the truth, that I am saved by grace (unmerited, undeserved favor) through Jesus and that by Him alone I shall endure to the end.

Though Adam’s sin condemned me, God’s free gift has brought me justification; for as Adam’s sin brought me death, God’s abundant provision of grace (unmerited, undeserved favor) and free gift of righteousness, has made it so that I can reign in this life as a king.

Declaration of Faith

I realize that I am not justified by the Law, but by faith in Jesus; for, even though doing the good deeds outlined in the Law is right, it is not what justifies me in the sight of God. The only thing that can save me from death and destruction is a sin substitute—and that is what Jesus became for me.Therefore, I will rest in the finished work of my Savior.

Even though I may fail and sin against the Law as a child of God, it doesn’t mean that Christ is a minister of sin or has become an excuse for it. The fact of the matter is He stripped sin of its power. Because of this, even if I sin I stand uncondemned. Therefore, I now have the ability to control it, for it no longer has any power over my life. God Himself now partners up with me so that I can live a life of true holiness.

In Jesus, the Law has been fulfilled and set aside. The Law is fulfilled in me, only so far as I remain in Him. The regulations of the Law are no longer a guide to me. I am led by the Holy Spirit now.

Sin, which was awakened by the Law, is no longer a factor in my justification or my righteousness. In Jesus, the Law has been destroyed in terms of my justification. I am no longer considered a sinner in the eyes of God. Therefore, why would I want to turn to the Law for justification and thus become a sinner again?

I, through the Law, died to the Law, so that I may live for God. I am crucified with Christ. It is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me. And the life that I now live, I live by the faith of the Son of God, who showed His love for me by becoming my sin substitute. All that I am (in righteousness, justification, redemption, etc.) is in Him.

I absolutely refuse to set aside this wonderful grace and turn back to the Law, which produced in me spiritual death. Jesus did not die for me in vain! My righteousness does not come through the good deeds outlined in the Law, but by Jesus alone!

Let us labour therefore to enter into that rest, lest any man fall after the same example of unbelief. For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any two edged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart. Neither is there any creature that is not manifest in his sight: but all things are naked and opened unto the eyes of him with whom we have to do. Seeing then that we have a great high priest, that is passed into the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our profession. For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin. Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.

Declaration of Faith

I fully realize that I will not be able to enter into God’s rest if I do not believe, for is it through faith that I have assurance and confidence in this life. If I allow doubt and unbelief to enter in, I open the door for all kinds of fear, anxiety and turmoil to enter in as well.

Therefore, if I do not accept the fact that all of His works concerning this world, and me, were established from the foundation of this world, and that through believing they become a present fact in my life, I will not enter into His rest either.

There remains, then, a Sabbath rest for me in Jesus. And as God rested on the seventh day, I also rest from my own work. I do not try to earn my way into God’s favor and blessings. They are already mine to receive through faith. I am very eager to enter into His rest through the avenue of faith. I will not forget that the only way I can enjoy this rest is through the Apostle and High Priest of my confession: Christ Jesus my Lord. Therefore, if I wish to enter His rest, I must believe in His promise and speak it into my life. When I do this, my High Priest takes my confession before the throne of God and sees to it that I have what I say.

I consider the promise of God to be true in my life no matter what the circumstance may be. I rest in full assurance of faith that God is well able to do what He has promised; for the Word of God is living and active within me. It is sharper than any two-edged sword and is able to even penetrate the boundaries of my spirit, soul and body—it judges the thoughts and intents of my heart.

Nothing about me is hidden from God’s sight. Everything is uncovered and laid bare before Him to whom I must give account.

Therefore, since I have a Great High Priest (Jesus, the Son of God, my elder brother and my Lord) who has entered the heavenly temple on my behalf, I will hold firmly to my confession of faith without wavering or giving in to the circumstances; for I do not have a High Priest who is unable to sympathize with my weaknesses, but one who was tempted in every way that I am and yet remained victorious. By Him, I can now approach the very throne of God, the throne of grace, with boldness and confidence, without the slightest sense of inadequacy whatsoever, so that I can obtain His mercy and supernatural ability to help me in my time of need.

In Jesus, the way has been opened for me to freely receive God’s help in any and every circumstance I find myself in. It doesn’t matter if it is my fault or not, for by His grace (unmerited, undeserved favor) He has given me His Word that He will help me and put me back on my feet.

I also know that sin is a hindrance to my healing. Therefore, if there is any sin in my life I repent of it. I confess my sins to trusted brothers and sisters in Christ, gaining strength and praying in agreement with them so that I will be healed.

Knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the law, but by the faith of Jesus Christ, even we have believed in Jesus Christ, that we might be justified by the faith of Christ, and not by the works of the law: for by the works of the law shall no flesh be justified. But if, while we seek to be justified by Christ, we ourselves also are found sinners, is therefore Christ the minister of sin? God forbid. For if I build again the things which I destroyed, I make myself a transgressor. For I through the law am dead to the law, that I might live unto God. I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me. I do not frustrate the grace of God: for if righteousness come by the law, then Christ is dead in vain.

Declaration of Faith

I realize that I am not justified by the Law, but by faith in Jesus; for, even though doing the good deeds outlined in the Law is right, it is not what justifies me in the sight of God. The only thing that can save me from death and destruction is a sin substitute—and that is what Jesus became for me. Therefore, I will rest in the finished work of my Savior.

Even though I may fail and sin against the Law as a child of God, it doesn’t mean that Christ is a minister of sin or has become an excuse for it. The fact of the matter is He stripped sin of its power. Because of this, even if I sin I stand uncondemned. Therefore, I now have the ability to control it, for it no longer has any power over my life. God Himself now partners up with me so that I can live a life of true holiness.

In Jesus, the Law has been fulfilled and set aside. The Law is fulfilled in me, only so far as I remain in Him. The regulations of the Law are no longer a guide to me. I am led by the Holy Spirit now.

Sin, which was awakened by the Law, is no longer a factor in my justification or my righteousness. In Jesus, the Law has been destroyed in terms of my justification. I am no longer considered a sinner in the eyes of God. Therefore, why would I want to turn to the Law for justification and thus become a sinner again?

I, through the Law, died to the Law, so that I may live for God. I am crucified with Christ. It is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me. And the life that I now live, I live by the faith of the Son of God, who showed His love for me by becoming my sin substitute. All that I am (in righteousness, justification, redemption, etc.) is in Him.

I absolutely refuse to set aside this wonderful grace and turn back to the Law, which produced in me spiritual death. Jesus did not die for me in vain! My righteousness does not come through the good deeds outlined in the Law, but by Jesus alone!

His purpose was to create in himself one new man out of the two, thus making peace.

Declaration of Faith

In Christ, I, who was once far from God and a stranger to the covenants of promise, without hope and without God in this world, have been reconciled to God through the blood of Jesus.

He Himself has become my peace, having destroyed all barriers that could keep me from Him by abolishing in His flesh the Law of Moses with its commandments and regulations.

He did this in order to recreate me in Himself. I am now a new man and I belong to a new race of people recreated in Christ Jesus. I am a partaker of the divine nature. I am an heir in the family of God.

Yea doubtless, and I count all things but loss for the excellency of the knowledge of Christ Jesus my Lord: for whom I have suffered the loss of all things, and do count them but dung, that I may win Christ, And be found in him, not having mine own righteousness, which is of the law, but that which is through the faith of Christ, the righteousness which is of God by faith: That I may know him, and the power of his resurrection, and the fellowship of his sufferings, being made conformable unto his death; If by any means I might attain unto the resurrection of the dead.

Declaration of Faith

Any good that I find within me that comes from my own power is worthless to me. I have set it all aside, putting absolutely no trust in it, so that I can have the overwhelming blessing of knowing my Lord Jesus. I have given up everything in order to have Him in my life. All that I am and all that I have I consider as dung, that I may gain Christ and be found in Him, not having my own righteousness, which comes from obeying the regulations of the Law, but that which comes through faith in Christ. My righteousness comes from God Himself and I have obtained it by faith alone—not works.

It is my desire and heartfelt purpose to know Jesus and the power of His Resurrection in my life. I am a partaker of His sufferings. I am fully identified with Him in His death so that His resurrection life can flow in and through me.

Declaration of Faith

I was once alienated from God—utterly hostile and contrary to Him in my mind and sinful ways. But now, I have been reconciled to God by Christ’s physical body through His death. I am now presented as holy in His sight, without the slightest blemish and free of accusation, if indeed I continue in my faith (believing and confessing Him as Lord), established and firm, never turning away from the Gospel.

Declaration of Faith

I live my life in Jesus in the exact same way in which I received Him: by faith. I am rooted, built up and strengthened in my faith through sound teaching, and the fruit that is produced causes a flood of praise and thanksgiving to flow forth from within me.

I will not allow anyone to take me captive through deceptive philosophies, which are rooted in human traditions and the basic principles of this world rather than on Christ. The ways of the spirit are above the ways of the world, and it is by the spirit that I have chosen to live; for as in Christ all the fullness of the Godhead dwells in bodily form, through my identification with Him I have been given that very same fullness. In Him, I have all of the fullness of the Godhead dwelling within me in bodily form. The One who is the Master of all power and authority is actually dwelling within me at this very moment.

In Him, I was circumcised, in the casting aside of the sinful nature, not with the circumcision done with human hands, but the circumcision that is done by Christ, having been buried with Him in baptism and raised with Him through my faith in the power of God, who raised Him from the dead.

I was once dead in the uncircumcision of my sinful nature, but God brought me to life together with Christ. He forgave me, at that time, of all of my sins, first to last, having cancelled the written code, with its regulations that proved my guilt. He took it all away and nailed it to the cross!

On my behalf, He disarmed the principalities and powers and made a public spectacle of them, triumphing over them through the cross.

When I made Jesus the Lord of my life, He lifted the burden of the Law from my shoulders; for Jesus has fulfilled the Law and set it aside, and all that He did has been credited to my account. Now every time Satan accuses me, God can justly say that the penalty of whatever part of the Law I may have broken does not apply to me anymore, because I am not under the rule of the Law, but under grace!

After He provided my justification, He sat down at the right hand of the Majesty in heaven. Now I, having been baptized into His Spirit, am identified with all that He is and all that He did. He did not do all of this for Himself—He did it for me. He sat down once He had provided all that I need to fulfill my commission and live out the life that He has called me to live.

For in that he himself hath suffered being tempted, he is able to succour them that are tempted. Wherefore, holy brethren, partakers of the heavenly calling, consider the Apostle and High Priest of our profession, Christ Jesus.

Declaration of Faith

In dying, Jesus brought me into glory; for it was appropriate that God, for whom and by whom all things exist, should make the author of my salvation perfect by suffering my sentence. He has brought me into such a perfect identification with His sufferings that I am now made holy through His holiness and because He is God’s Son, I have become God’s son as well. I am truly one with the Lord.

What a wonder it is that I have become the very brother of the Creator of the universe! He shared in my humanity and fallen nature so that through His death He might destroy him who holds the power of death—that is, the devil. In this, He has set me completely free from the fear of death, which held me in bondage.

Because He took upon Himself my humanity and was tempted in the same ways that I am, He is able to help and provide relief for me when I am tempted. In all things, and in every way, I am identified with Jesus. I have truly become one with Him. Therefore, I will not look to myself to carry out my dominion in the earth, but fix my thoughts on Jesus, the Apostle and High Priest of my confession. It is He who takes my words before the Father, on my behalf, so that I have the assurance that they will accomplish the task and achieve the purpose for which I send them.

Declaration of Faith

Jesus died for my sins, once for all, the righteous for the unrighteous, in order to bring me to God. In Him, I have now been made the very righteousness of God. He was put to death in the body, but regenerated (made alive) in His Spirit.

I, too, was dead in my trespasses and sins, but, in Him, have been regenerated (made alive) in my spirit.

I, in regard to my old nature, was killed off through crucifixion with Christ. I was buried with Him and raised to life with Him. He has become the ark for me. In Him, I am saved from the wrath that God is bringing on the earth.

Baptism is the pledge of my identification with Christ. Thus it should remove all sin consciousness from my life and establish me in a good conscience toward God.

What’s more than this is that I am identified with Jesus in every way. Because He has gone into heaven and is now at God’s right hand, I also, in Him, have gone into heaven and am now at God’s right hand.

Angels, authorities, and powers are in submission to Jesus and, through Him, angels, authorities, and powers are in submission to me as well.

JUSTIFICATION


Before the beginning of time, a volume of ordinances against you was written. Read about it in Psalm 139 and Colossians 2. You were sentenced before you were even born! Everything you would ever do wrong was written in heaven. There were only two choices in order to serve justice on your behalf. You either had to pay the price yourself, or a perfectly holy man had to pay the price for you.

Jesus, your elder Brother, was that perfect Man. He chose to lay down His life for you. That’s right; He chose to. He could have stopped the pain at any time and said no, it is too much. But He didn’t. The Word says that for the joy that was set before Him, He suffered the agony of the cross. (Heb. 12:2.) What was the joy? You were the joy.

Jesus saw you with every lash of the whip, with every hammered nail, and with every shed drop of His blood. He saw you and said in His heart, This is for you, little one. I refuse to give in until your price is paid.

The Word says that when Jesus was raised from the dead, you were declared to be justified. (Rom. 5.) Your penalty has been fully paid! As a child of God, you now have every right to everything Jesus paid for you to have.

As you read these promises, remember your big Brother. Remember what He did for you and thank Him for it with all of your heart.

The Lord wakens me morning by morning and opens my ears to the voice of His teaching. I am not rebellious, nor do I draw back from hearing it. I will not turn aside to the voice of another.

I endure the persecution of those who do not accept the truth. I stand my ground against their ridicule and mockery, while neither raising my hand nor seeking vengeance against them.

Through it all, the Lord is my mainstay. He vindicates me and sees to it that I am not put to shame. I let my Advocate speak in my defense. What manner of person is so foolish as to argue with the Lord? Who will accuse me after the Lord has declared me to be innocent? Let them come to me and confront me. God is on my side and if God be for me, only a fool would be my enemy.

Declaration of Faith

It was God’s will to cause Jesus to suffer in my stead. His life was sacrificed for my crimes and I have been declared, “Not guilty!”

I am now His offspring—a born-again son of the living God.

The will of the Lord has prospered in the hand of my Savior. He understood that after the torment of His spirit He would be raised from the dead and become my justification. He took upon Himself everything I did, or ever will do, wrong.

He is now seated in the place of highest honor. He poured out His life for me and became the very essence of my sin. In doing so, He set sin aside and rendered it utterly powerless in my life. He proclaimed His love for me by bridging the gap that prevented me from having fellowship with God, and He opened the way for me to share in His glory.

A good man out of the good treasure of the heart bringeth forth good things: and an evil man out of the evil treasure bringeth forth evil things. Declaration of Faith

I have stored up many good things within me and these are the issues that pour forth from my life. As God’s son, I am a blessing to all people.

All of the words that I speak have a purpose and an operation. They are the tools that govern what I have and what I do, and by them I will be justified and acquitted in the Day of Judgment.

I have been absolved of every charge that can be made against me. At this very moment, I stand justified in the sight of God. I have been reconciled to my heavenly Father for all of eternity.

Then what becomes of [our] pride and [our] boasting? It is excluded (banished, ruled out entirely).On what principle? [On the principle] of doing good deeds? No, but on the principle of faith. For we hold that a man is justified and made upright by faith independent of and distinctly apart from good deeds (works of the Law). [The observance of the Law has nothing to do with justification.]

Declaration of Faith

I no longer boast of myself and the things that I have done. Not one of my good deeds can earn me a place in the family of God. I enter in on the basis of faith alone. I am justified and made righteous by faith, not works.

The Law has nothing to do with my justification. I am justified solely by the substitutionary sacrifice of Jesus on my behalf.

Therefore being justified by faith, we have peace with God through our Lord Jesus Christ: By whom also we have access by faith into this grace wherein we stand, and rejoice in hope of the glory of God.

Declaration of Faith

Since I am justified, acquitted, declared righteous, and given rightstanding with God through faith, I hold fast to the fact that I now have peace with God through Jesus Christ my Lord. He Himself has become my peace and everlasting security.

Through Him, also, I have unconditional access into God’s incessant and unconditional favor in which I stand. I am now welcomed with open arms whenever I enter the throne room of God.

Therefore, I greatly rejoice in the fact that I can now both see and experience the glory of God in my life!

Declaration of Faith

Right now, at this very moment, I stand justified by the blood of Jesus, and through Him, I have been saved from all of God’s wrath.

I have been reconciled with the Father through the death of His Son, Jesus. Therefore, having been reconciled, I am saved through His life.

I rejoice in God, my Father, through my Lord Jesus, through whom I have received reconciliation!

(Romans 5:1,2; John 5:24; 14:19; 2 Corinthians 5:17-21; Ephesians 2:13)

(But not as the offence, so also is the free gift. For if through the offence of one many be dead, much more the grace of God, and the gift by grace, which is by one man, Jesus Christ, hath abounded unto many. For if by one man’s offence death reigned by one; much more they which receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness shall reign in life by one, Jesus Christ.)

Declaration of Faith

God has joyfully given me the free gift of grace, justification and righteousness. His gift to me has no strings attached, but He gives it to me freely so that I may have continuous fellowship with Him in a legitimate Father and son relationship.

The gift of God to me is not like the result of Adam’s sin, for by Adam’s sin, judgment and condemnation fell on me without choice. Freedom and justification, on the other hand, are offered to me as a free gift.

Though Adam’s sin condemned me, God’s free gift has brought me justification; for as Adam’s sin brought me death, God’s abundant provision of grace (unmerited, undeserved favor) and free gift of righteousness, has made it so that I can reign in this life as a king.

(Ephesians 2:4-10; Galatians 4:4-6; 5:1; Titus 3:4-7; Revelation 1:4-6)

What shall we then say to these things? If God be for us, who can be against us? He that spared not his own Son, but delivered him up for us all, how shall he not with him also freely give us all things? Who shall lay any thing to the charge of God’s elect? For I am persuaded, that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor principalities, or powers, nor things present, or things to come, Nor height, nor depth, nor any other creature, shall be able to separate us from the love of God, which is in Christ Jesus our Lord.

Declaration of Faith

So what shall I declare about all of this? If God is on my side, where is there a formidable foe, or worthy enemy? God didn’t even spare His own Son, but gave Him for my salvation. Shall He not freely and graciously give me everything else as well? And who is it that can bring a single charge against me? God has already justified me and declared me to be righteous. Will even God Himself make a charge against me after paying such an awesome price to bring me into this great relationship? Who is it then who has any power to condemn me? Jesus alone has that power. Shall He condemn me after dying for me, suffering for me, and being raised to life for me? Shall Jesus, the One who loves me so much that He ever lives to make intercession for me, condemn me now? Who is it that can separate me from such love? Can persecution, troubles, hardships, famine, depression, distress, destitution, peril or danger separate me from Jesus’ love? No!!! It doesn’t matter what my situation may be. It doesn’t matter if I am facing death, or looked upon as a sheep headed for the slaughter. No matter what is going on in my life, I shall rise as more than a conqueror through Him who loves me! I know of a certainty that neither death, nor life, nor angels, nor demons, nor anything present, nor anything to come, nor any kind of powers, no power from on high, nor a power from below, nor any power of any kind in all of creation can separate me from the love of God which is in Christ Jesus my Lord! Any questions?

Knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the law, but by the faith of Jesus Christ, even we have believed in Jesus Christ, that we might be justified by the faith of Christ, and not by the works of the law: for by the works of the law shall no flesh be justified. But if, while we seek to be justified by Christ, we ourselves also are found sinners, is therefore Christ the minister of sin? God forbid. For if I build again the things which I destroyed, I make myself a transgressor. For I through the law am dead to the law, that I might live unto God. I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me. I do not frustrate the grace of God: for if righteousness come by the law, then Christ is dead in vain.

Declaration of Faith

I realize that I am not justified by the Law, but by faith in Jesus; for, even though doing the good deeds outlined in the Law is right, it is not what justifies me in the sight of God. The only thing that can save me from death and destruction is a sin substitute—and that is what Jesus became for me. Therefore, I will rest in the finished work of my Savior.

Even though I may fail and sin against the Law as a child of God, it doesn’t mean that Christ is a minister of sin or has become an excuse for it. The fact of the matter is He stripped sin of its power. Because of this, even if I sin I stand uncondemned. Therefore, I now have the ability to control it, for it no longer has any power over my life. God Himself now partners up with me so that I can live a life of true holiness.

In Jesus, the Law has been fulfilled and set aside. The Law is fulfilled in me, only so far as I remain in Him.

The regulations of the Law are no longer a guide to me. I am led by the Holy Spirit now.

Sin, which was awakened by the Law, is no longer a factor in my justification or my righteousness. In Jesus, the Law has been destroyed in terms of my justification. I am no longer considered a sinner in the eyes of God. Therefore, why would I want to turn to the Law for justification and thus become a sinner again?

I, through the Law, died to the Law, so that I may live for God. I am crucified with Christ. It is no longer I who live, but Christ lives in me. And the life that I now live, I live by the faith of the Son of God, who showed His love for me by becoming my sin substitute. All that I am (in righteousness, justification, redemption, etc.) is in Him.

I absolutely refuse to set aside this wonderful grace and turn back to the Law, which produced in me spiritual death. Jesus did not die for me in vain! My righteousness does not come through the good deeds outlined in the Law, but by Jesus alone!

As you read these promises, know that the promise of a long life is given to you personally. Whatever it means to you, receive it and stand on it. God doesn’t make empty promises. If you believe it, He intends to fulfill it for you.

I think of the words of Jesus on the cross: “Father, forgive them; for they know not what they do” (Luke 23:34).

Do you think that if your enemy had any clue of what it means to be a son of God, they would treat you with anything other than respect? They truly do not know what they are doing. That is why we should love them, do good by them, and pray that they come to the knowledge of the truth.

God gives to every one of us the ability to love in such a way. He is love, and when we are born again, we receive His love and His power to help us love others. Sometimes the most unlovable people in our lives are those closest to us. It may be your spouse or even your children. It may be a teacher or the secretary at your church. No matter who it is, you have the ability to love them and influence their lives in a positive way.

As you read these promises, think of the unlovable people in your world. Purpose in your heart to love them in the same way that God loves them.

Therefore, I look for ways to bless them, showing them God’s love and mercy, as well as my own.

I never forget that I am a born-again child of God. I do not stand idly and allow myself to be beaten upon, but retaliate in the spirit of love and goodness under the direction of the Holy Spirit.

The children of the devil do not fully understand what they are doing when they try to harm me. Therefore, instead of repaying evil for evil, I do what is best for them and demonstrate the blessings of God. Nothing that they can take from me can harm me or cause me to fail to prosper. When they take, I give, and yet increase all the more. And I give freely to all, both the good and the evil, in order that I may demonstrate God’s love and mercy, and display His true nature to all who see.

I treat others exactly the way I would want to be treated if I were in their situation. I make it a point in my life to see the world through other people’s eyes.

Even the selfish and ungrateful ones enjoy His blessings. Therefore, I shall walk in the spirit of mercy and compassion just as He does.

I do not seek judgment and condemnation on people, nor do I harbor st rife and resentment toward anyone. I always remember how far God has brought me, how patient He has been towards me and how much He has forgiven me of. Being an imitator of my Father, I am resolved to be just as patient and forgiving as He is.

I live my life in a spirit of generosity. I am always looking for ways to give to others. I am not a parasite looking for something to take and living my life by what others can give me. I find God’s way, the way of giving, to be much more satisfying.

When I give, God causes men to give the same back to me. He takes the measure that I have given, presses it down, adds a little more, shakes it all together, adds some more, jumps up and down on it, adds some more, gets the angels to fill in all the little nooks and crannies, then pours as much as He can on the top until the measure that I get back is overflowing with His abundance!

What a blessing it is to be a giver in the family of God!

I am steadfast and unwavering in times of trial and suffering. I am constant in prayer. I give generously to the needs of the Church. I practice courtesy and hospitality. I pray down blessings upon those who persecute me. I bless them and never curse them. I always see them as potential brothers and sisters in Christ.

I rejoice with those who rejoice, sharing in their joy, and I grieve with those who grieve, sharing in their sorrow. I live in harmony with every member of God’s family. I am not haughty or snobbish, but am willing to associate with people in low positions as well as high.

I am willing to give myself to even the lowliest of tasks, not thinking myself to be above them in any way. I never overestimate myself, nor think of myself as being wise in and of myself.

I never seek vengeance, trying to pay someone back for an evil done to me, nor do I seek to avenge myself for a wrong, but leave the way open for God’s wrath; for it is written, “Vengeance is Mine, I will repay,” says the Lord.

Therefore, if my enemy is hungry, I feed him. If he is thirsty, I give him something to drink. In doing this, I pile burning coals upon his head.

I am never overcome by evil, but prove myself to be its master by doing that which is good.

I am always careful to do what is noble, honorable and right in every situation.

If it is possible, so far as it depends upon me, I will live at peace with everyone.

Remember, you always fill God’s heart with joy—not just some of the time, but all of the time. Every time you turn to Him, His arms are open wide to you. He is right there to embrace you when you fall, and He guards you until you have regained strength and are ready to tackle the day once again. No matter what you do, He is with you. You are His child. That will never change.

As you read these promises, recognize that your Father loves you in spite of your shortcomings. He cherishes every moment you spend with Him and would dearly love to have one of those moments right now.

Therefore, if He clothes flowers, which are here today and gone tomorrow, in such beauty, He will clothe me, His eternal son, in the finest of apparel.

In light of all of this, I absolutely refuse to worry! I will have plenty to eat, plenty to drink and plenty to wear. I do not crave these things selfishly and focus my attention on obtaining them, while neglecting God’s kingdom. I simply rejoice in the present fact of my Father’s provision.

My first thought in all things is the advancement of the kingdom and God’s way of being and doing things. With this mindset and spiritual stronghold, all of my physical and material needs will shower into my life in a flood of abundance.

I refuse to worry about tomorrow. This is ridiculous and does me no good at all. I serve the great I Am who is ever in the present. Therefore, as a good and loyal son, I too will focus my attention on what I can do in the present to magnify my heavenly Father and bring glory to His name.

The things of death are utterly repulsive to me, being completely contrary to my new nature. Therefore, I long to be clothed with my immortal body so that every aspect of death concerning me will be swallowed up by life.

Now it is God who made me for this purpose and has given me the Holy Spirit as a deposit, guaranteeing what is to come. In this, I rejoice in great confidence knowing that, though I am not living in my immortal body and in the physical presence of the Lord, by the power of the Holy Spirit within me I can walk by faith and experience heavenly bliss in my present mortal body even while on the earth. I am not moved by what I see, feel or experience in my mortal body, for my faith (believing and speaking the promise) transcends all and brings God’s glory and blessings into my life.

MERCY


If you’ve never made a mistake, you don’t need mercy. If you are perfect in all of your ways, mercy does not even concern you. So if you are someone who never sins, you can skip this section. Sounds ridiculous, doesn’t it? All of us sin. We’re not proud of it, but we do it. Our only hope is that God is merciful toward us.

The Word proclaims that God is good and His mercy endures forever. (Ps. 107:1.) In other words, if He extends His mercy toward you, He will never retract it again. If you are a born-again child of God, your Father’s mercy toward you endures forever.

As you read this chapter, take notice of God’s forgiving heart, and the next time the devil tries to condemn you (by negative thoughts, guilt and condemnation, or people’s remarks), remind him of these promises.

They will be silent in their graves! Their proud and lying lips will be silenced and their harsh words against me shall be seen as insolent stupidity.

My Father hides me in His secret place from the plots of man. He shields me in His pavilion and nullifies the words of the wicked.

He has preserved me and strengthened my heart. Forever I will praise His name!

Just as I have become one with Christ, I have become one with my wife. Therefore, I will love my wife just as I love my own body.

Declaration of Faith

I teach only that which is in accordance with sound doctrine through many proofs displayed in and through the Word.

I teach older men to remain sober, to be worthy of respect, self-controlled— and to remain healthy through faith, love, and perseverance.

Likewise, I teach older women to be honorable in the way that they live, not to be slanderers or given to alcohol, but to teach what is good; to train younger women to love their husbands and children, be self-controlled and pure, diligent in their duties at home, to be kind and gentle, and to give all that they are in willing submission to their own husbands and no other so that the Word of God will not be blasphemed.

Similarly, I encourage young men to be self-controlled and to take life seriously. I set them a sound example by doing what is right. In my teaching, I show integrity, seriousness, and eloquence that cannot be condemned, so that those who oppose me may be ashamed because they can find nothing bad to say about me.

I teach employees to submit to their employer’s commands in everything that is good and proper, to try their best to please them and never talk back or steal from them, to show that they can be fully trusted so that in every way they will make the things of God attractive, winsome and alluring.

God took your old sinful nature and recreated it to make you the very child of His loins. You are just as much a son of God as Jesus is the Son of God. Romans 8:29 NIV says that He was “the firstborn among many brothers.”

The new creation is the greatest miracle in all of the Bible. The power that it takes to recreate a human spirit is fathomless. Know that if Jesus is your Lord, you are a changed person. Old things are passed away and all things are become new. You are no longer dead in the spirit, but alive with the very life of God.

In light of this, I invite all, as Jesus’ chosen representative, to be reconciled to God; for His righteousness and justification are now made available to anyone and everyone who will call on His name.

A PASTOR, PART 1

Not everybody is called to shepherd and teach the Body of Christ. This is the task of a select group. God places within the pastor a supernatural thirst for the Word coupled with a supernatural concern for God’s children. They also have special insight into what the Holy Spirit is presently speaking to His church and long to share that knowledge with others.

Pastors take great joy in the successes of the people they are called to and have a deep-seated desire to lead them to ever increasing health and prosperity. Most everyone called to be a pastor knows intimately that it is a call of service, and it is a call that they gladly accept.

Unfortunately, some in the Body of Christ are in pastoral positions who were never called there. God never puts glory seekers behind the pulpit, nor does He call individuals who are just out for special status in the Body of Christ. To the contrary, the true pastor seeks to exalt the status of God and the flock to which they are called.

A pastor’s personal lifestyle and relationships are doubly scrutinized and rightly so. They have taken the call to care for God’s children and, therefore, must purvey a proper example for others to follow.

As you read these promises and pray these prayers, take special notice of God’s qualifications in choosing a pastor. Do not be overly critical, but understand that a person is known by the fruit they produce.

I am temperate, self-controlled, respectable, honorable, hospitable, and well able to teach. I will not allow myself to become drunk (with alcohol). I am not physically violent, but gentle; not quarrelsome, but a peacemaker; not greedy (or a lover of money), but trust in God alone for my provision. I manage my own family well and see to it that my children treat me with proper respect. I earn a good reputation with outsiders by living my life in purity and holiness so that I will not fall into disgrace and the devil’s trap.

(Ephesians 5:1-18; Titus 1:5-9; Leviticus 10:9; Proverbs 3:3,4; 31:4; Psalm 91:3)

Likewise must the deacons be grave, not doubletongued, not given to much wine, not greedy of filthy lucre; Holding the mystery of the faith in a pure conscience. Let the deacons be the husbands of one wife, ruling their children and their own houses well. For they that have used the office of a deacon well purchase to themselves a good degree, and great boldness in the faith which is in Christ Jesus.

Declaration of Faith

(For deacons, ushers, and pastoral assistants)

I am a man whose life and conduct are worthy of respect. I am sincere, not given to alcohol, and I do not pursue dishonest gain. I do not gossip about, nor backbite, my pastors. I hold fast to the truths about faith with a clear conscience. I have been thoroughly examined and proven to be trustworthy and deserving of my office. I am the husband of one wife and my spousal affections, in both mind and body, are hers alone. I manage my children and my household well. I am a servant to the body of Christ, gaining an excellent standing among my peers, and great assurance in my faith in Christ Jesus my Lord.

(Ephesians 4:1-3; 6:4; Colossians 1:9-12; Proverbs 5:18; 20:1; 23:29-35; 28:20; 1 Timothy 3:2-4; 6:9,10)

Rather he must be hospitable, one who loves what is good, who is self-controlled, upright, holy and disciplined. Just believe the Word and don’t reason against it. Do not waver in the seas of doubt. God’s only requirement is that you stay in faith. Be patient and the answer will come. You have your Father’s Word on it.

And the king said, What honour and dignity hath been done to Mordecai for this? Then said the king’s servants that ministered unto him, There is nothing done for him. And the king said, Who is in the court? Now Haman was come into the outward court of the king’s house, to speak unto the king to hang Mordecai on the gallows that he had prepared for him. And the king’s servants said unto him, Behold, Haman standeth in the court. And the king said, Let him come in. So Haman came in. And the king said unto him, What shall be done unto the man whom the king delighteth to honour? Now Haman thought in his heart, To whom would the king delight to do honour more than to myself? And Haman answered the king, For the man whom the king delighteth to honour, Let the royal apparel be brought which the king useth to wear, and the horse that the king rideth upon, and the crown royal which is set upon his head: And let this apparel and horse be delivered to the hand of one of the king’s most noble princes, that they may array the man withal whom the king delighteth to honour, and bring him on horseback through the street of the city, and proclaim before him, Thus shall it be done to the man whom the king delighteth to honour. Then the king said to Haman, Make haste, and take the apparel and the horse, as thou hast said, and do even so to Mordecai the Jew, that sitteth at the king’s gate: let nothing fail of all that thou hast spoken. Then took Haman the apparel and the horse, and arrayed Mordecai, and brought him on horseback through the street of the city, and proclaimed before him, Thus shall it be done unto the man whom the king delighteth to honour.

Thanks be unto God for his unspeakable gift.

And thy carcase shall be meat unto all fowls of the air, and unto the beasts of the earth, and no man shall fray them away. The Lord will smite thee with the botch of Egypt, and with the emerods, and with the scab, and with the itch, whereof thou canst not be healed. The Lord shall smite thee with madness, and blindness, and astonishment of heart: And thou shalt grope at noonday, as the blind gropeth in darkness, and thou shalt not prosper in thy ways: and thou shalt be only oppressed and spoiled evermore, and no man shall save thee. Thou shalt betroth a wife, and another man shall lie with her: thou shalt build an house, and thou shalt not dwell therein: thou shalt plant a vineyard, and shalt not gather the grapes thereof. Thine ox shall be slain before thine eyes, and thou shalt not eat thereof: thine ass shall be violently taken away from before thy face, and shall not be restored to thee: thy sheep shall be given unto thine enemies, and thou shalt have none to rescue them. Thy sons and thy daughters shall be given unto another people, and thine eyes shall look, and fail with longing for them all the day long: and there shall be no might in thine hand. The fruit of thy land, and all thy labours, shall a nation which thou knowest not eat up; and thou shalt be only oppressed and crushed alway: So that thou shalt be mad for the sight of thine eyes which thou shalt see. The Lord shall smite thee in the knees, and in the legs, with a sore botch that cannot be healed, from the sole of thy foot unto the top of thy head. The Lord shall bring thee, and thy king which thou shalt set over thee, unto a nation which neither thou nor thy fathers have known; and there shalt thou serve other gods, wood and stone. And thou shalt become an astonishment, a proverb, and a by word, among all nations whither the Lord shall lead thee. Thou shalt carry much seed out into the field, and shalt gather but little in; for the locust shall consume it. Thou shalt plant vineyards, and dress them, but shalt neither drink of the wine, nor gather the grapes; for the worms shall eat them. Thou shalt have olive trees throughout all thy coasts, but thou shalt not anoint thyself with the oil; for thine olive shall cast his fruit. Thou shalt beget sons and daughters, but thou shalt not enjoy them; for they shall go into captivity. All thy trees and fruit of thy land shall the locust consume. The stranger that is within thee shall get up above thee very high; and thou shalt come down very low. He shall lend to thee, and thou shalt not lend to him: he shall be the head, and thou shalt be the tail. Moreover all these curses shall come upon thee, and shall pursue thee, and overtake thee, till thou be destroyed; because thou hearkenedst not unto the voice of the Lord thy God, to keep his commandments and his statutes which he commanded thee: And they shall be upon thee for a sign and for a wonder, and upon thy seed for ever. Because thou servedst not the Lord thy God with joyfulness, and with gladness of heart, for the abundance of all things; Therefore shalt thou serve thine enemies which the Lord shall send against thee, in hunger, and in thirst, and in nakedness, and in want of all things: and he shall put a yoke of iron upon thy neck, until he have destroyed thee. The Lord shall bring a nation against thee from far, from the end of the earth, as swift as the eagle flieth; a nation whose tongue thou shalt not understand; A nation of fierce countenance, which shall not regard the person of the old, nor shew favour to the young: And he shall eat the fruit of thy cattle, and the fruit of thy land, until thou be destroyed: which also shall not leave thee either corn, wine, or oil, or the increase of thy kine, or flocks of thy sheep, until he have destroyed thee. And he shall besiege thee in all thy gates, until thy high and fenced walls come down, wherein thou trustedst, throughout all thy land: and he shall besiege thee in all thy gates throughout all thy land, which the Lord thy God hath given thee. And thou shalt eat the fruit of thine own body, the flesh of thy sons and of thy daughters, which the Lord thy God hath given thee, in the siege, and in the straitness, wherewith thine enemies shall distress thee: So that the man that is tender among you, and very delicate, his eye shall be evil toward his brother, and toward the wife of his bosom, and toward the remnant of his children which he shall leave: So that he will not give to any of them of the flesh of his children whom he shall eat: because he hath nothing left him in the siege, and in the straitness, wherewith thine enemies shall distress thee in all thy gates. The tender and delicate woman among you, which would not adventure to set the sole of her foot upon the ground for delicateness and tenderness, her eye shall be evil toward the husband of her bosom, and toward her son, and toward her daughter, And toward her young one that cometh out from between her feet, and toward her children which she shall bear: for she shall eat them for want of all things secretly in the siege and straitness, wherewith thine enemy shall distress thee in thy gates. If thou wilt not observe to do all the words of this law that are written in this book, that thou mayest fear this glorious and fearful name, THE LORD THY GOD; Then the Lord will make thy plagues wonderful, and the plagues of thy seed, even great plagues, and of long continuance, and sore sicknesses, and of long continuance. Moreover he will bring upon thee all the diseases of Egypt, which thou wast afraid of; and they shall cleave unto thee. Also every sickness, and every plague, which is not written in the book of this law, them will the Lord bring upon thee, until thou be destroyed. And ye shall be left few in number, whereas ye were as the stars of heaven for multitude; because thou wouldest not obey the voice of the Lord thy God. And it shall come to pass, that as the Lord rejoiced over you to do you good, and to multiply you; so the Lord will rejoice over you to destroy you, and to bring you to nought; and ye shall be plucked from off the land whither thou goest to possess it. And the Lord shall scatter thee among all people, from the one end of the earth even unto the other; and there thou shalt serve other gods, which neither thou nor thy fathers have known, even wood and stone. And among these nations shalt thou find no ease, neither shall the sole of thy foot have rest but the Lord shall give thee there a trembling heart, and failing of eyes, and sorrow of mind: And thy life shall hang in doubt before thee; and thou shalt fear day and night, and shalt have none assurance of thy life: In the morning thou shalt say, Would God it were even! and at even thou shalt say, Would God it were morning! for the fear of thine heart wherewith thou shalt fear, and for the sight of thine eyes which thou shalt see. And the Lord shall bring thee into Egypt again with ships, by the way whereof I spake unto thee, Thou shalt see it no more again: and there ye shall be sold unto your enemies for bondmen and bondwomen, and no man shall buy you.

Declaration of Faith

I am redeemed from fever.

I am redeemed from inflammation.

I am redeemed from the effects of draught.

I am redeemed from blight and decay.

I am redeemed from mildew.

I am redeemed from the sun scorching my garden.

I am redeemed from the ground choking my roots.

I am redeemed from powdery soil and dust.

I am redeemed from being defeated by my enemies.

I am redeemed from the fear of my enemies.

I am redeemed from boils.

I am redeemed from tumors.

I am redeemed from malignant diseases, which cause a discharge.

I am redeemed from scurvy (bleeding gums and livid skin patches).

I am redeemed from scabies, hives, rashes and all skin diseases, which cause an itch.

I am redeemed from madness (insanity). I have a sound mind and keep a clear head in every situation.

I am redeemed from blindness.

I am redeemed from confusion and the unsettling of the mind.

I am redeemed from indecision for lack of direction.

I am redeemed from being robbed.

I am redeemed from others sleeping with my spouse.

I am redeemed from others taking (stealing, or confiscating) from me what I have built for myself.

I am redeemed from others gathering and taking (stealing, or confiscating) my harvest from me. I have sown my seed and I will reap an abundant harvest.

I am redeemed from my animals being taken from me.

I am redeemed from my transportation being repossessed.

I am redeemed from my belongings being taken from me and given to my enemies.

I am redeemed from my sons and daughters being taken from me and given to another people. My hands are given power to prevent this.

I am redeemed from strangers consuming the fruit of my labor.

I am redeemed from being oppressed and crushed continually.

I am redeemed from being driven crazy by the things that I see.

I am redeemed from permanent runny sores that cannot be healed.

I am redeemed from being brought into slavery and forced to serve other gods.

I am redeemed from being jeered at for lack of blessing in my life.

I am redeemed from the worm eating the produce of my vine.

I am redeemed from sowing much seed, but gathering little harvest because the locusts [demons] have devoured it. All evil forces are bound and rebuked by the Lord! They cannot consume, steal, or restrain my harvest in any way! (Malachi 3:11.)

I am redeemed from having much, but not having the oil of anointing. My wealth is covered by the burden-removing, yoke-destroying power of God. Therefore, the abundance of my possessions cannot bring me anxiety in any shape or form.

I am redeemed from having my sons and daughters go into captivity. I am redeemed from having locusts possess all of my trees, the fruit of my ground and the products of my labor [my paycheck]. I am redeemed from having a stranger to the covenant, and promises mount up higher and higher above me, while I go down lower and lower. I am redeemed from having to borrow, which would make me the tail and not the head. I am redeemed from having curses pursue me, come upon me and overtake me until I am destroyed. I am redeemed from being a sign and a warning to other people of what it is like to be cursed because I chose to reject the abundance of God’s blessings.

I am redeemed from having to serve my enemies.

I am redeemed from hunger and thirst.

I am redeemed from lack of clothing and being in want of all good things.

I am redeemed from having a yoke of iron around my neck until I am destroyed.

I am redeemed from being overcome by ruthless people.

I am redeemed from being besieged by a ruthless and powerful enemy.

I am redeemed from such severe famine that my only food would be my own sons and daughters. I am redeemed from the strife that is caused by having all of my belongings taken from me.

I am redeemed from every sickness and plague that has a long duration.

I am redeemed from every disease that is brought upon the world.

I am redeemed from known sicknesses and unknown sicknesses.

I am redeemed from every sickness that has ever been or ever will be.

I am redeemed from being evicted from my land.

I am redeemed from myself and my loved ones being scattered and sent into slavery. I am redeemed from having no rest from my labors. I am redeemed from exhaustion in my heart [literally], my eyes, my mind, and my spirit. I am redeemed from having my life hang in doubt so that I do not know what the future holds for me.

I am redeemed from being worried and having no assurance of what will take place in my life. I am redeemed from hating life because of anxiety and dread due to the curses of the covenant. I am redeemed from being sold again into slavery and hated so much that people see me as not even being worthy of bondage. I AM REDEEMED FROM ALL OF THIS! None of it may come upon my life! I am in Christ Jesus and He has set me free!

Brethren, I speak after the manner of men; Though it be but a man’s covenant, yet if it be confirmed, no man disannulleth, or addeth thereto. Now to Abraham and his seed were the promises made. He saith not, And to seeds, as of many; but as of one, And to thy seed, which is Christ.

Declaration of Faith

I consider Abraham a chief role model for my faith. As it is written, “ He believed God and it was credited to him as righteousness.” In this respect, as a believer I am a child of Abraham. The Scripture foresaw that God would justify me through faith, and He announced the Gospel to Abraham all those many years ago, saying, “All nations will be blessed through you.” Therefore, as a man of faith, I am blessed in the same ways that Abraham was, for he is the father of my faith.

I will not put myself back under the Law, thereby putting myself under the curse, for it is written, “Cursed is anyone who does not continually (without fail) do everything written in the Book of the Law.” Therefore, it is abundantly clear that I cannot be justified by the Law because I, along with everyone else in this world, have failed to keep it at one time or another.

As a seal to this truth, it is also written, “The righteous shall live by faith,” and, “The man who lives by the Law must never fail in it.” Therefore, with the Law and faith being clearly contrary to each other, I will not allow myself to rely on my own deeds of righteousness to justify me before God.

Jesus redeemed me from the curse of the Law, being made a curse for me, for it is written, “Cursed is the one who is hung on a tree.”

He redeemed me so that, through Him, I could receive the same blessings that were showered upon Abraham, and so that through faith I could receive the promise of the Spirit.

Just as no one can add to or set aside a human covenant once it has been established (witnessed and notarized), so it is in this case. The promises were spoken to Abraham and his seed. It does not say, “To his seeds,” meaning many people, but, “To his seed,” meaning one person, who is Jesus. And since He became my substitute and I am now one with Him, I am a recipient of those promises. Because of what Jesus did for me, all of God’s promises are now mine through Him!

Because I am God’s son, He has sent the Holy Spirit to dwell in my heart and it is He who moves me to see the reality of God as my dad (Abba).

I am no longer a slave, but a son. And since I am God’s son, He has made me an heir, entitling me to receive all that He has as my very own.

I now have an intimate relationship with the Lord of the universe. I am no longer of service to demons or any other spirits in the kingdom of darkness. I now know God, and more importantly, am known by Him. Therefore, I will never turn back to the weak and miserable principles of the natural world system again.

Declaration of Faith

I will not allow life to become so hectic for me that I have no leisure time. It is not the will of my Father that I be overwhelmed that way. Therefore, I will regularly take time to rest and enjoy the blessings that He has given me.

For we which have believed do enter into rest, as he said, As I have sworn in my wrath, if they shall enter into my rest: although the works were finished from the foundation of the world. For he spake in a certain place of the seventh day on this wise, And God did rest the seventh day from all his works. And in this place again, If they shall enter into my rest. Seeing therefore it remaineth that some must enter therein, and they to whom it was first preached entered not in because of unbelief: Again, he limiteth a certain day, saying in David, To day, after so long a time; as it is said, To day if ye will hear his voice, harden not your hearts. For if Jesus had given them rest, then would he not afterward have spoken of another day. There remaineth therefore a rest to the people of God. For he that is entered into his rest, he also hath ceased from his own works, as God did from his. Let us labour therefore to enter into that rest, lest any man fall after the same example of unbelief. For the word of God is quick, and powerful, and sharper than any two-edged sword, piercing even to the dividing asunder of soul and spirit, and of the joints and marrow, and is a discerner of the thoughts and intents of the heart. Neither is there any creature that is not manifest in his sight: but all things are naked and opened unto the eyes of him with whom we have to do. Seeing then that we have a great high priest, that is passed into the heavens, Jesus the Son of God, let us hold fast our profession. For we have not an high priest which cannot be touched with the feeling of our infirmities; but was in all points tempted like as we are, yet without sin. Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne of grace, that we may obtain mercy, and find grace to help in time of need.

Declaration of Faith

I fully realize that I will not be able to enter into God’s rest if I do not believe, for is it through faith that I have assurance and confidence in this life. If I allow doubt and unbelief to enter in, I open the door for all kinds of fear, anxiety and turmoil to enter in as well.

Therefore, my heart’s concern is to hold fast to God’s promise so that I will not fall short of entering into His rest.

The message I have heard is of no value to me unless I combine it with faith. Now, it is through my belief that I have entered into His rest. God once said, “I have sworn in My wrath: They shall not enter into my rest,” speaking of those who refused to believe in His finished work, even though signs, wonders and miracles were performed in their presence to testify to it. Therefore, if I do not accept the fact that all of His works concerning this world, and me, were established from the foundation of this world, and that through believing they become a present fact in my life, I will not enter into His rest either.

There remains, then, a Sabbath rest for me in Jesus. And as God rested on the seventh day, I also rest from my own work. I do not try to earn my way into God’s favor and blessings. They are already mine to receive through faith. I am very eager to enter into His rest through the avenue of faith. I will not forget that the only way I can enjoy this rest is through the Apostle and High Priest of my confession: Christ Jesus my Lord. Therefore, if I wish to enter His rest, I must believe in His promise and speak it into my life. When I do this, my High Priest takes my confession before the throne of God and sees to it that I have what I say.

I consider the promise of God to be true in my life no matter what the circumstance may be. I rest in full assurance of faith that God is well able to do what He has promised; for the Word of God is living and active within me. It is sharper than any two-edged sword and is able to even penetrate the boundaries of my spirit, soul and body—it judges the thoughts and intents of my heart.

Nothing about me is hidden from God’s sight. Everything is uncovered and laid bare before Him to whom I must give account.

Therefore, since I have a Great High Priest (Jesus, the Son of God, my elder brother and my Lord) who has entered the heavenly temple on my behalf, I will hold firmly to my confession of faith without wavering or giving in to the circumstances; for I do not have a High Priest who is unable to sympathize with my weaknesses, but one who was tempted in every way that I am and yet remained victorious. By Him, I can now approach the very throne of God, the throne of grace, with boldness and confidence, without the slightest sense of inadequacy whatsoever, so that I can obtain His mercy and supernatural ability to help me in my time of need.

In Jesus, the way has been opened for me to freely receive God’s help in any and every circumstance I find myself in. It doesn’t matter if it is my fault or not, for by His grace (unmerited, undeserved favor) He has given me His Word that He will help me and put me back on my feet.

RIGHTEOUSNESS


Here is one of the most awesome promises in Scripture. It is also one of the most misunderstood. If you ask most Christians if they are righteous, you will get responses such as, “I try to be,” or “For the most part, but I do make mistakes once in a while.” These responses are centered in a person’s own righteousness and not the righteousness that is acceptable to God.

The Word tells us that Jesus has now become our righteousness and that in Him we are the very righteousness of God. Romans 5:17 tells us that righteousness is God’s free gift to us. It is the only righteousness we should ever claim. If you are in Christ, never, never, never try to establish your own righteousness with God. That is completely contrary to God’s will and nullifies the grace that He has given you. You need to engraft the truth into your spirit that you are already the righteousness of God in Christ Jesus.

These promises speak for themselves. Meditate on them and then accept the position that God has given you.

Declaration of Faith

I am not justified and made righteous by observing the Law of Moses. I understand that the reason the Law was given was so I would receive a consciousness of sin and recognize my need of a Savior.

Now a righteousness of God apart from the Law of Moses has been manifested in me. It is a righteousness endorsed by the Law and the prophets; namely, the righteousness of God, which comes by believing in Jesus.

Jesus Himself has become my righteousness. Because of Him, I can now stand before God without any sense of guilt or inadequacy.

This righteousness has become available to everyone, not just the Jews. The Father no longer makes a distinction between Jew and Gentile when it comes to the gift of righteousness, for all have sinned and fallen short of God’s glory.

I have become a partaker of this great gift of righteousness.

I have been justified, regenerated, made upright, and set in right standing with God. This wonderful gift is given to me freely by His grace (unmerited, undeserved favor) through the redemption that Jesus provided for me.

God presented Jesus, in my place, as a mercy seat and sacrifice of atonement. I am identified with everything that Jesus did. It was as if I myself were there suffering the penalty of my sentence.

This displays God’s righteousness on legal grounds. My price has been paid and my redemption is complete. Because I have believed in Jesus and have accepted Him as my Lord and Savior, He Himself has become my righteousness, making it possible for me to enter into God’s blessings legally, through faith.

Declaration of Faith

I do not work to earn my right standing in the sight of God. It is given to me as a free gift. There is nothing that I can do to earn it, or even maintain it. It is simply an established fact in my life.

Jesus has justified me through my faith and He Himself has become my righteousness. Even David spoke of this righteousness that I now enjoy, saying, “Blessed is the one whose iniquities are forgiven and whose sins have been completely eradicated. And blessed is the one whose sin the Lord will not take account of.”

The gift of God to me is not like the result of Adam’s sin, for by Adam’s sin, judgment and condemnation fell on me without choice. Freedom and justification, on the other hand, are offered to me as a free gift.

Though Adam’s sin condemned me, God’s free gift has brought me justification; for as Adam’s sin brought me death, God’s abundant provision of grace (unmerited, undeserved favor) and free gift of righteousness, has made it so that I can reign in this life as a king.

Declaration of Faith

It is also ludicrous for me to expect Jesus to suffer over and over again every time I mess up. His sacrifice has made me righteous once and for all.

The way of justification, salvation, healing, and blessing is not put at a distance from me. As it is written, the Word is very near to me—it is on my lips and in my heart. I make my confession by the word of faith. If I confess with my mouth the lordship of Jesus and believe in my heart that God has raised Him from the dead, I shall be saved and delivered from every circumstance beginning with salvation from spiritual death; for it is with my heart that I believe unto justification and righteousness, and it is with my mouth that I confess, bringing forth my salvation and deliverance. As it is written, “Anyone who puts their faith in Him shall never be put to shame.” Through this process, my Lord richly blesses me with all things, for everyone who calls on His name shall be saved.

I know of a certainty that I died with Him on that cross. He became my sin substitute as He did for all of humanity. He died for me that I should no longer live for myself, gratifying my own sensuous desires, but for Him who died for me and was raised again for my justification.

Therefore, from now on I will not regard myself, or any of my brothers and sisters in Christ, from a worldly perspective; for I was reborn together with Him in His Resurrection and, in Him, I have become a new creation (a new species of man)—a part of a new and godly race. My old man [who was an actual member of Satan’s family with Satan’s own nature] was crucified with Jesus. But now my spirit has been recreated with the very nature of God and I have become an actual son in His royal family.

All of this is from God, who through Jesus, has reconciled me to Himself, making me welcome in His presence anytime, anyplace, and anywhere.

Furthermore, God has honored me with the ministry of reconciliation—the ministry of proclaiming to all that God was in Jesus, reconciling the entire world to Himself, not counting their sins against them. This is the message that He has committed to me and I take this responsibility seriously. I am now an ambassador for Christ, as though God Himself were making His appeal to mankind through me.

God made Jesus, the sinless Messiah, to become sin for me, and in Him, I have been made the very righteousness of God. In light of this, I invite all, as Jesus’ chosen representative, to be reconciled to God; for His righteousness and justification are now made available to anyone and everyone who will call on His name.

As I have become the righteousness of God in Christ Jesus, I no longer have anything in common with unbelievers. Therefore, I am more than willing to give up the old crowd in order to walk with Jesus.

I will never forget that I am now the very temple of God. He lives with me, walks with me and is within me. I will obey what is written and come out from among any crowd that does not have reverence for His name.

I will not partake of the things of the world, for my Father has received me and I have become His very own son. And since I have these promises, I purify myself against anything that would contaminate my body or spirit, and I perfect myself in holiness out of reverence for God.

I fully understand that no truly born-again person will continue to live a sinful life. They may stumble here and there, but to happily live in it goes against everything they were recreated to be. Therefore, I know that anyone who continues in sin has neither seen Him nor known Him.

I will not allow anyone to lead me astray. The one who does what is right is righteous, just as Jesus is righteous. The one who continues a life of sin is under the influence of the devil. The reason Jesus appeared was to destroy the devil’s work. Therefore, I am no longer the devil’s puppet. As a born-again child of God I do not continue in sin, because God’s seed remains in me. It is impossible for me to be happy and satisfied with a sinful life, because I have been born of God.

Now this is how I know of a certainty that I have been born of God: I truly desire to do what is right and cannot be happy or satisfied with a life of sin. This proves that I have been given a new nature and I am truly born again.

I have become a member of the household of God. I love my brothers and sisters in Christ with all of my heart. My heart’s desire is to do what is right and to please my heavenly Father in every way.

Those who profess faith, but are truly of the household of the devil cannot fool me. If they are satisfied with sin and hate the Church, they prove themselves to be children of Satan.

I have been given ears to hear and a heart to understand what the Spirit has to say. In Jesus, I have overcome the world and have the right to one day eat from the Tree of Life, which is in the midst of the paradise of God.

The way of justification, salvation, healing, and blessing is not put at a distance from me. As it is written, the Word is very near to me—it is on my lips and in my heart. I make my confession by the word of faith. If I confess with my mouth the lordship of Jesus and believe in my heart that God has raised Him from the dead, I shall be saved and delivered from every circumstance beginning with salvation from spiritual death; for it is with my heart that I believe unto justification and righteousness, and it is with my mouth that I confess, bringing forth my salvation and deliverance. As it is written, “Anyone who puts their faith in Him shall never be put to shame.” Through this process, my Lord richly blesses me with all things, for everyone who calls on His name shall be saved.

At every point you have proved yourselves cleared and guiltless in the matter.

Declaration of Faith

Godly sorrow is what leads me to repentance. But this isn’t like worldly sorrow, for godly sorrow ends with repentance and it leaves no regrets. Once I have repented (turned away from a wrong), I will not allow it to ever bring me down again. I know that whatever I have done cannot be fixed by moping around. Instead, my godly sorrow produces in me an earnestness to do whatever it takes to set things right again.

It is by grace that I have been saved through faith—and this doesn’t come to me through my own striving to obtain or even maintain it, for it is God’s gift to me. This salvation does not come to me by works, by penance, or by anything else that I can do other than just receive it.

Therefore, I can in no way boast about what I have done to gain God’s favor and love. It has been given to me as a gift by grace alone.

I am God’s workmanship, recreated in Christ Jesus so that I can have the ability to do the works that He has foreordained that I should do. God has a plan for my life and He has set me on a prearranged path that is leading me to my destiny in Jesus.

SEEDTIME AND HARVEST


As long as the earth remains, there will be seedtime and harvest. This is a concept that is replete throughout Scripture. In some Christian circles, seed is often equated with money, which is true; but it is much more than that.

Everything you do plants a seed into your life. Galatians 6:8 tells us that if we sow to the flesh, of the flesh we will reap corruption; but if we sow to the spirit, of the spirit we will reap the things of life. Therefore, we should never tire of doing good, for in due time we will reap if we faint not.

Even though seedtime and harvest promises cover many areas, the fact of the matter is most of them deal with money or material things. Whenever you give to God, you have not lost a thing. He repays good measure, pressed down, shaken together, and running over every single time. However, the harvest of sowing cash seeds into a good ministry doesn’t just mean receiving cash back into your pocket.

People who give don’t always see a hundredfold cash return on their giving. The hundredfold return comes in other ways, such as souls being saved, mouths being fed, buildings being built, favor being granted, and people being helped. When you give to a ministry, you have your part in the fruit of that ministry. Every soul saved is credited to your account. If the ministry you are giving to is good ground, you definitely receive back a hundredfold and more.

When you understand the truth behind the hundredfold return harvest, giving becomes pure joy.

When I am standing on God’s Word for His blessings, fully expecting them to flood into my life, and yet my harvest turns out to be small and insignificant, I turn and focus my attention on what I have done for the advancement of the kingdom. If I have neglected the Church in any way, I repent and correct the problem. If I have focused on my own blessings and have not followed the Lord’s heart in my giving, I repent and give according to what He would have me give. I shall not expect God’s blessings on my life—whether for fertile lands, new wine, health, riches, the anointing, revelation knowledge, or any other blessing—until I have sought first the advancement of His kingdom.

Every time we would go out, I would share the gospel with all of my heart. For two to three hours, I would talk to people who seemed to like what I was telling them, but they seldom would make a commitment for Christ.

When we would all get back together, my partner and I would have one or two cards filled out and often none at all. My wife and her partner, on the other hand, would turn in twenty and thirty cards at a time. Others in the group would hand in about a dozen or two every time. Here I was the director of the team, and I seemed to be the worst one at this.

Then one glorious day while I was walking the downtown plaza enjoying my usual rejections, I heard my name being called from several yards away. My wife and her partner were sitting on a park bench with an intelligent looking gentleman in his forties. When I got there, my wife explained to me that he had several questions that she and her partner were unable to adequately answer. The questions were the typical, “What about evolution? How do you know the Bible is true? How do you know that Jesus really was raised from the dead?” among others.

I sat with this man for about half an hour answering every question he had. I was in my element. I was so smooth, confident, and relaxed. The man finally told me that no one had ever given him answers that made so much sense. Then I asked him if he would like to receive Jesus as his Lord and Savior. And guess what? He said no.

My point is that being a soul winner does not necessarily mean that you are going to be praying the sinner’s prayer with hundreds of people. You may only personally lead a handful to the Lord. But you have your gift. You may be the one who plants the seeds, or maybe you will do the watering. Or maybe you are a harvester like my late wife. One is not above the other. All are soul winners.

I want you to recognize, dear friend, that you are a soul winner, and God is using you every day in some way to bring souls into His Kingdom.

My goal is to promote and live in love, which is from a pure heart, a good conscience and sincere faith. I will not turn away from these to meaningless arguments and controversies over peripheral issues.

I do not follow those who try to teach regulations revolving around the Law of Moses. I know that the Law is good and profitable only so far as a person sticks to it without fail. Once they have failed, even in a single point, it becomes an irreparable curse and no longer has any benefit whatsoever.

Furthermore, the Law is contrary to my new nature. It is designed to promote sin consciousness, and it is not made for the righteous.

As I have been made righteous and a partaker of the divine nature through the Word, the Law no longer applies to me. I no longer need to be conscious of sin, for sin no longer has any dominion over me whatsoever. I have been recreated with the purpose of doing what is good and pleasing God in every way. I do not follow a written code, but the one that is of my spirit and has been written upon the tablet my heart.

This is the Gospel—the message that has been entrusted to me.

I have the shield of faith extinguishing all of the fiery darts of the enemy and covering me as I advance. When a fiery dart of disease hits, I believe in and speak the Word over it and it is extinguished. When a fiery dart of financial disaster hits, I believe and speak the Word over it and it is extinguished. When any fiery dart comes, I use my faith, believing and speaking the Word over the problem until the problem is eliminated.

I have on the helmet of salvation to protect my mind against all thoughts designed to cause me to give up on my faith. I know beyond a shadow of doubt that what Jesus did for me is a done deal and that no matter what goes on in my life, I will be with Him for all of eternity. Therefore, there is absolutely no reason for me to give in. No, to the contrary, I will stay in the fight until my victory is complete and God gets the glory!

As an advancing soldier and conqueror for the Lord, I wield the most powerful weapon in the universe: the sword of the Spirit, which is the very Word of the living God. With it I scatter and exterminate any and every enemy who foolishly chooses to try me.

Lastly, I pray with all manner of prayer and supplication in the Spirit, being watchful with all perseverance and supplication for all the saints. I have been called to be a prayer warrior for the Lord and I will never allow the devil to stop me, discourage me, or cause me to give up on my faith.

As God is a God of increase, I am a child of increase. I will not be stagnant with the things of God, but will press forward, continually progressing in knowledge, wisdom, grace and blessing, seeking to live by, in and through all that God has for me as His son.

This type of person seldom receives anything from the Lord and cannot walk in his inheritance. They are double-minded and unstable in all of their ways.

I remain fixed and unwavering in my faith regardless of what my eyes may see, what my ears may hear, or what my body may feel, for I know that God is faithful and will fulfill His promise to me.

I am not like the man who hears the Word, but does not act upon it. I do not see my face in a mirror and then walk away forgetting who I am. To the contrary, I listen to the Word, building an image within me of who I am and what I have in Christ, not just to know it, but also to live it. I look intently into the perfect law of liberty (in Christ) and I am faithful to what I have learned.

The Word has become the life that I live, and as I live it, not forgetting who I am and what I have in Christ, I am blessed in all that I do.

But, I’m not about to let that happen! By the power of the Spirit, I will speak my way into the paths of blessing and prosperity that God desires for me to walk in. Only words of honor, integrity, and truth—words that are admirable and of a good report—shall proceed forth from my mouth.

I am not anxious or troubled by the necessities of life—what I will eat, or what I will have to wear, for my life is more than food and my body more than clothing. God has made me His own son—the highest priority of all of His creation—and He does not neglect my needs.

When I observe, study and meditate on the life of the raven—how they neither sow nor reap, nor have any storehouses to provide for their future, and yet my Father feeds them and cares for them, I find reason to believe. He makes it His business to care for the raven and never fails as their source of supply. How much more will He care for me, His eternal son? In my heavenly Father’s eyes, I am worth more than many flocks of ravens!

In light of this, fear (worry, stress and anxiety) become ever-increasingly ridiculous. It does absolutely nothing for me. It doesn’t add a single minute to my life, never fixes my situation and its infectious nature only causes everything around me to get worse. In all honesty, fear is an act of total and complete foolishness. It is rooted in either ignorance of, or defiance of, the knowledge of God’s love that He has for His children.

When fear raises itself against me, I can look to the lilies of the field and how they grow. They don’t wear themselves out trying to survive. Even if they’re plowed over, they grow right back and bloom like a smile. Yet, even Solomon in all of his glory was not clothed in such beauty.

If my heavenly Father clothes the grass of the field, which is here today and gone tomorrow, in such beauty, how much more wonderfully shall He clothe me, His eternal son!

What reason is there to fear when I have such a loving Father watching over me? I refuse to be overly concerned about a single issue of life. My Father knows what I need better than I do and He never fails to be the source of my supply!

My walk with God is focused around the whole of the kingdom. There is no single issue that overwhelms my attention. I live the kingdom life and I enjoy all of the benefits therein. I do not allow fear to enter in and steal what I have been given, for I know that it is my Father’s good pleasure to give me the kingdom and all of its blessings.

I do not hoard things to myself in fear that I will have nothing in the future. I give to the poor freely, bringing the kingdom into their midst. I understand my source of supply and I am always willing to give. Through my generosity, I store up an endless, inexhaustible supply of treasure in heaven that no thief can steal and no moth can devour.

This is kingdom-living and the life that I have chosen.
