Look, Molly, here they come! Do you see them?” asked Max as he watched the Jeep bumping along the road, racing toward the camp.
You’re back! And, like Max and Molly, we’re so happy you have joined us for our new adventure in Genesis Part Two. We are going to have so much fun as we continue to help Uncle Jake on his archaeological dig. Who knows what we will discover next? There are so many neat things to uncover as we continue to study the Book of Genesis.
We need to find out what happens after God creates a perfect world. Is the world still a perfect place today? What happened in the Garden of Eden? Why did Adam and Eve leave? What major catastrophe happened to the earth, and why did it happen? How did man get scattered all over the earth, and why do people in different countries speak different languages? Looks like we have a lot of exciting things to uncover, doesn’t it?
You can find all the answers by studying God’s Word, the Bible, and by asking God’s Spirit to lead and guide you. You also have this book, which is an inductive Bible study. That word inductive means this study will help you investigate the Book of Genesis and discover for yourself what it means, instead of depending on what someone else says it means. It’s just like what you did in Genesis Part One.
So are you ready to dig up the truth? Great! Then check out the supply list and make sure you have everything you need for our big adventure in Genesis Part Two.
Race you to the tent!
GENESIS 1–11
Whew, what a race! We could sure use an ice-cold lemonade. How about you? Let’s hurry and unpack your gear, then we can get something to drink on our way to the main campsite. We need to meet Uncle Jake and the dig team for a very important meeting so we can get started digging up more truths in Genesis.
MEETING WITH THE TEAM
“Hey, guys, I see you’re ready to get started,” said Uncle Jake as we walked up to the main campsite. “Let’s start by talking with our ‘site boss.’ ”
Do you remember WHO our “site boss” is? That’s right—it’s God! Remember, we can’t do anything without God’s help. We need His Holy Spirit to lead and guide us into all truth so that we will understand the things we discover in His Word and how He wants us to apply those truths to our lives. So before we do anything else, we need to go to God in prayer. Then we need to remember to pray first thing every day before we start our work at the dig site.
Now that we have prayed, we’re ready to go. Do you remember how we began our dig in Genesis Part One? We started by getting some pictures of the site through doing an overview on the first five chapters of Genesis. An overview helps us see the context of the book we are studying.
Context is the setting in which something is found. This is important not only in Bible study, but in archaeology also. Context is a combination of two words: con which means “with,” and text which means “what is written.” So when you look for context in the Bible, you look at the verses and chapters surrounding the passage you are studying.
Context also includes:
• The place where something happens. (This is geographical context, like the Fertile Crescent and not the United States and Canada.)
• The time in history an event happens. (This is historical context, such as the time before Noah and the flood or the time after the flood.)
• The customs of a group of people. (This is cultural context. For instance, in Bible times people lived in tents like Abraham. Abraham was a very rich man who lived in tents instead of in a house. Also, they wore tunics and not blue jeans or khakis.)
We discover context by observation. We begin by looking at the things that are obvious (those are the things that are the easiest to see). In the Bible the three easiest things to see are always:
1. people (WHO?)
2. places (WHERE?)
3. events (WHAT?)
Let’s get started on our overview. Ben, our site artist, is going to help us uncover the main event in Genesis 3. The first thing we need to do is look at our Observation Worksheets. We need to read Genesis 3, on page 192, and look for what is most obvious, the easiest thing to see. Ask yourself: WHAT is happening in this chapter? Then write a title for the main event on the line under the box below. A title is a very brief description that tells what the main event is. A title should:
1. be as short as possible
2. describe the main thing the chapter is about
3. if possible, use words you find in the chapter instead of your own words
4. be easy to remember
5. be different from the other titles so that you can tell them apart
Then after you have read the chapter and discovered the main event of Genesis 3, draw it on our sketch pad in the box below.

All right! Now before we head to the mess tent, let’s review a skill we learned in Genesis Part One that could be very important on our dig. Let’s practice our hieroglyphic decoding skills by uncovering our memory verse. Find the word that matches the drawing by looking at our hieroglyphic code box. Isn’t that awesome? You have uncovered the four major events that take place in Genesis 1–11. This is a great way to remember what happens in the first part of the Book of Genesis.
Now here are a few motions to help you remember these four events. Take your hand and place it under your chin and speak. This represents Creation because God said it, and it was created.
Now act like you are about to stumble as you walk. This represents the fall of man.
Third, take your hands and pretend the waters are rising. Move your hands up slowly and raise them over your head saying, “Blub, blub, blub.” This represents the flood.
And for the last part of Genesis 1–11, take your left hand and place it out to the side, palm up, and say, “Shem.” Do the same thing with your right hand and say, “Ham.” Nod your head forward and say, “Japheth.” These are the nations.
Now practice this until you can say all four of these events from memory:
Genesis 1–2 Creation,
Genesis 3–5 The Fall,
Genesis 6–9 The Flood,
and Genesis 10–11 The Nations.
Then show it to a friend or a grown-up. And don’t forget to say your memory verse to someone this week, too.
GENESIS 3
Now that our sketches are finished and we have the big picture of what happens in Genesis 1–11, it’s time for us to head back to the pit. Grab your shovels, picks, and brushes along with a hat to shield your face from the sun, and we’ll meet you at the pit.
EXCAVATING A SQUARE
“Okay, guys, let’s look at the top plan that Ben, Max, and Molly have drawn for us,” Uncle Jake called out as the dig team gathered around the pit. “William will divide you into groups of twos and threes, and then he will assign each group a square to excavate.”
Now before we get started, let’s look over our research. We know from doing Genesis Part One that Genesis 1 is about God creating the world and all that is in it. Genesis 2 gives us more details concerning the sixth day of Creation when God created man.
As William hands out our assignments, we need to dig up the evidence in Genesis 3 that tells us if the perfect world God created in Genesis 1 and 2 stayed a perfect place and, if it didn’t, what happened to change it.
“Is everyone ready?” asked Uncle Jake. “Good. Let’s begin by praying. William, will you lead the team in prayer?”
Okay, junior archaeologists, we are ready to begin. You have been assigned to excavate square B3, so grab your patish (that’s your hand pick). Use it to loosen the soil. Let’s get started by digging up our key words.
What are key words? Key words are words that pop up more than once. They are called key words because they help unlock the meaning of the chapter or book that you are studying and give you clues about what is most important in a passage of Scripture. Do you remember doing this in How to Study Your Bible for Kids?
• Key words are usually used over and over again.
• Key words are important.
• Key words are used by the writer for a reason.
Once you discover a key word, you need to mark it in a special way using a special color or symbol so that you can immediately spot it in Scripture. You also need to watch and see if there are any pronouns or synonyms that go with the key word and mark them also. What are pronouns and synonyms? Take a look at your maps.
PRONOUN MAP
Pronouns are words that take the place of nouns. A noun is a person, place, or thing. A pronoun stands in for a noun. Here’s an example: “Molly and Max race to the dig site. They can’t wait to get started.” The word they is a pronoun because it takes the place of Molly’s and Max’s names in the second sentence. It is another word we use to refer to Molly and Max.
Watch for these other pronouns when you are marking words referring to people:

SYNONYM MAP
Synonyms are different words that mean the same thing.
For example, sailboat, yacht, and rowboat are different words, but they are all names of boats. That’s a synonym.
Now that you know what key words, pronouns, and synonyms are, turn to page 189 of your Observation Worksheets on Genesis. Read all of Genesis 2 to put you in context. After you have read Genesis 2, read Genesis 3, and then mark the following key words from Genesis 2:15–3:24. Also mark anything that tells you WHEN something happened with a green clock like this:

Find the letter in the square that goes with A4 and write it on the blank. Do the same thing for each blank until you have discovered your verse for the week. We’ve done the first one for you.

EXAMINING THE EVIDENCE
“Look, Max! Look at Sam over there by the pit,” laughed Molly.
“What is he doing?” replied a puzzled Max.
“It looks like he’s onto a clue,” whispered Molly. “Maybe we need to go check it out.”
“Shhhh, Molly,” whispered Max. “I’ll try and sneak up on him so we can see what he’s discovered. Stay here and be ready in case he decides to make a run for it.”
“Aha! Gotcha, boy!” Max laughed. “What is in your mouth? What have you dug up this time, you wild pup?”
Molly and Uncle Jake ran toward Max and Sam to see Sam’s latest find.
“Well, I’ll be,” Uncle Jake said as he pushed back his hat and squatted down to see Sam’s find. “Sam has caught a gecko. I have never seen a dog that could catch lizards, but nothing you do should ever surprise me. Come on, boy. Let that gecko go and let’s go get a doggie treat. Then we need to get started examining the evidence that we uncovered by digging up our key words. We need to ask some questions.”
Archaeologists ask lots and lots of questions to help them understand what happened in the past. Let’s practice this skill today by asking the 5 W’s and an H questions. What are the 5 W’s and an H? They are the WHO, WHAT, WHERE, WHEN, WHY, and HOW questions.

4. WHEN tells us about time. We mark it with a green clock like this:

WHEN did the main characters do something? It helps us to follow the order of events, which is so important to an archaeologist.
5. WHY asks questions like:
WHY did he say that?
WHY did this happen?
WHY did they go there?
6. HOW lets you figure out things like:
HOW is something to be done?
HOW did people know something had happened?

1. WHO God is. We need to know His character and His goodness.
2. WHAT God’s Word says. That’s what you’re doing right now by doing these Bible studies and learning God’s Word. Knowing God’s Word will keep you from being deceived by Satan and by the things the world tells us are okay but don’t line up with what God’s Word says.
3. Don’t DOUBT God’s judgment. We are to trust that God knows what is best for us at all times, even when it doesn’t look like it to us. We are to trust Him. We walk by our faith in God—in who He is and not by the way things look.
Way to go! Let’s climb out of the pit. Tomorrow we will find out more about Adam and Eve’s disobedience.

Each of us has _____________ to __________ __________ _______.
This verse shows us that the root of all sin begins with us. It’s when we do what we want to do instead of what God wants us to do. Just like the sheep, we each turn to our own way. Adam and Eve chose to do what they wanted, what they thought was right, instead of what God told them was right.
WHAT made them do that? We’ll find out more tomorrow as we continue to look at the clues we have uncovered in Genesis 3. You are doing a great job at uncovering the layers one at a time. Keep up the good work!
READING THE MAP
“Mmmm, that sure was good, wasn’t it, Sam?” Max asked, patting Sam on the head. Uncle Jake walked up and sat down next to Molly.
“I thought you guys might like a little break from the pit today. Why don’t you pack a lunch and take Sam on a scouting expedition? You can explore some of the areas close by that you haven’t seen yet. How does that sound?”
“Fantastic!” shouted Molly and Max at the same time.
“Good. Here’s a map. I marked your boundaries here, in red. Don’t go any farther than these boundaries. And one other thing,” cautioned Uncle Jake, “stay out of any caves! Caves can be very dangerous. Take your map and compass, stay together, and don’t go where?”
“Into any caves,” replied an impatient Max. “We got it, Uncle Jake. Let’s go pack our lunch, Molly.”
Sounds like fun, doesn’t it? As we head off with Max and Molly, let’s think about all we have discovered in the pit this week.
The clues we have uncovered have shown us who the serpent is, how he operates, and what sin is.
But WHAT led to Adam and Eve’s sin? We know the root of sin is turning our own way. But Adam and Eve lived in a perfect world and had a wonderful relationship with God. WHY would they choose their way over God’s? WHAT happened?
Let’s find out. Let’s spend some time with our “site boss” and then head back to Genesis 3 on page 192 to Eve and the serpent. Read Genesis 3:1-5 to put yourself in context. Now read verse 6 and look at Eve’s actions. WHAT does she do? Circle the action verbs that show what Eve does in verse 6.
Just to make sure you know what an action verb is, check out Max and Molly’s verb map below.
Verb Map
Did you know that every sentence has a verb? A verb is a word that usually shows action. But a verb can also show state of being, it can help another verb, and sometimes a verb will link a word in the predicate to the subject in a sentence.
Let’s look at an action verb. An action verb tells what the person or thing in the sentence is doing, such as “Sam digs lots of holes.”

So WHY would Adam and Eve do what God said is wrong? WHAT did Satan do that led Eve to sin? We know he deceived Eve, but he did something else also. Satan tempted Eve to do what God had told her not to do.
WHAT is temptation? Let’s find out. First let’s check out Max and Molly’s field notebook to find out what the Hebrew and Greek words are for temptation.
The Hebrew word for temptation is nasah, and it is pronounced naw-saw’, and it means “to test, try, prove.”
The Greek word peirazo is pronounced pi-rad’-zo, and it means “to entice, to lure, to entrap.”
Now let’s look at some cross-references that tell us more about temptation and being tempted.

James shows us very clearly that being tempted does not come from God. God does not tempt anyone. Temptation comes from being carried away and enticed by our own lust (our desires).

So we see that Achan and Eve didn’t just look. They continued to look. They focused on what God had told them was forbidden.

So is it a sin to be tempted? No way! Temptation is a lure, an enticement that comes from within. When a fisherman wants to catch a fish, does he cast an empty hook into the water? No, a fisherman thinks about what kind of fish he wants to catch, and then he puts a lure on his hook that will entice that fish. He chooses the bait that the fish will not be able to resist. He baits his hook and casts it in the water to entice the fish to swallow his hook. Once the fish gives in to temptation and goes for the bait, it is caught!
Satan does the same thing to us. He lures us with the things we think we have to have: movies we want to see and places we want to go. He entices us with our desires. Sin happens when we are carried away by our own lust (desires) and choose what we want over what God says is right. Sin happens when we act, when we do the wrong thing. Eve and Achan didn’t sin by being tempted but by giving in to temptation and disobeying God.
We all will have temptations, but sin is a choice we make. One of the most important things that we need to remember is what we uncovered in James 1:13: God does not tempt anyone. God may allow you to be tempted, but He hates sin and never tempts anyone.
By the way, do you know how to handle temptations so that you don’t sin? We’ll uncover what God’s Word tells us about how to deal with temptations next week.
Did you remember to say your memory verse to a friend or a grown-up? Why don’t you do that right now? One of the best weapons we have to stand firm against temptations is to know God’s Word.
GENESIS 3
Last week we began carefully digging up the evidence of what happened in the Garden of Eden to change it from the perfect place that God had created. As we continue to explore Genesis 3, we need to find out what happened next. WHAT did Adam and Eve do? WHAT were the consequences of sin?
But before we get started looking for new evidence, let’s find out how we can handle temptations so that we don’t sin.
A NEW DISCOVERY
“Hey, Max!” Molly shouted. “Look at that!”
“Wow!” Max stood looking amazed at the opening in the side of the mountain. “A real cave. I can’t believe we actually found a real cave.” Max walked up to the side of the mountain, ran his hand over the wall, and stuck his head in the opening, trying to see what was inside.
“No, Max!” Molly cried out. “Remember what Uncle Jake said: No caves.”
“I know, Molly, I know. But what do you think is in there?” Max asked as he peeked around the opening. “There could be all kinds of cool stuff inside.”
“Yeah, but Uncle Jake said it could be very dangerous,” Molly reminded Max.
“Well, it doesn’t look dangerous. See—it’s just a big opening. We could go in just a little ways and take a quick look.”
“I don’t think we should, Max. Uncle Jake said, ‘No caves.’”
“Okay, Molly. We won’t go in since you’re chicken!”
“No, I’m not, Max!” Molly was mad now. “I’ll just take Sam and go look around the other side. We’ll meet you back here in about five minutes.”
“All right. See you and Sam in about five minutes.”
As Molly and Sam headed around the corner, Max took another look at the cave. “What would it hurt if I just went in for a minute?”
Well, junior archaeologists, it looks like Max has run straight into a BIG temptation. HOW will he handle it? HOW should you handle temptations when they come your way? We need to find out. Let’s use our map (the Bible) to find out how God tells us to handle temptations.

“Right over here,” directed Molly as the search crew and Uncle Jake approached the cave.
“Molly, I want you to wait out here with Ben and Sam. William, Mary Frances, and I will go into the cave to see if we can find Max. If we aren’t back in 30 minutes, Ben, I want you to radio the rescue squad.”
As Uncle Jake, Mary Frances, and William turned on their flashlights, they cautiously entered the dark cave, calling Max’s name.
“Look at all these passageways,” said Mary Frances. “Which way do you think he went?”
“I think I see a few footprints over here,” answered Uncle Jake. “Let’s try following this passageway.”
“Max,” called Uncle Jake as he continued into the cave. “Max, can you hear me?”

As the search for Max continues, we can see that his disobedience has put his life and the search crew’s lives in danger. Let’s go back to Genesis and continue looking at what sin cost Adam and Eve.
Read Genesis 2:17.
WHAT did God say would happen if they ate from the tree?
Did they die? ___________
That’s a hard question, isn’t it? Because no, their bodies didn’t die physically the moment they ate the fruit. But there was an immediate spiritual death for Adam and Eve. They were no longer pure and sinless. In Genesis 2 they were not ashamed of their nakedness, but after they sinned they sewed fig leaves together, made loin coverings, and hid from God. We see that their relationship with God was immediately changed.
Let’s look up and read Romans 5:12.
HOW did sin enter the world?
From what we have learned in Genesis 3, WHO is the one man?
WHAT came through sin?
WHERE did death spread?
WHY does death spread to all men?
Romans shows us that once sin enters the world through Adam, then every human being born after that time is born a sinner. Look up and read Romans 3:23. WHO has sinned? ___________________________________________
That word all means everyone. So were you born a sinner? ___ Yes ___ No
Even if you try to be good and do good things, are you still a sinner? ___ Yes ___ No

We see once again that the consequence of sin is death. Go to Genesis 3 on page 193 and read Genesis 3:14-24.

From the beginning of Creation up until now, has any living creature ever died? ___ Yes ___ No
Until man sinned there was no shedding of blood, no death. Adam and Eve lived in a perfect world. But once they sinned, death entered the world and something had to die to cover their sins. Let’s compare Scripture with Scripture. Look up and read Hebrews 9:22.
WHAT has to be done in order for there to be forgiveness?
In Genesis 3, God kills an animal to cover Adam and Eve, but an animal can never take away our sins completely. Look up and read Hebrews 9:11-12. HOW are our sins forgiven?
So when God killed an animal by shedding its blood and covering Adam and Eve with its skins, He was covering their sins until the perfect sacrifice would be made. The perfect, unblemished Lamb of God, Jesus Christ, would come to earth as a baby, grow up, live a sinless life, and die on a cross to take away the sins of the whole world forever.
That’s why we do not have to sacrifice animals for sin anymore. The animal sacrifices were a picture of what Jesus would do for us when He died on the cross. What God did for Adam and Eve was a temporary solution to cover sin until, in God’s perfect timing, He would send a Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ, whose blood would take away our sins forever. Isn’t that awesome? God loves us so much that even though we are sinners, He provides a way so that we can live with Him forever.
Now let’s head back to the cave to help the search crew look for Max. Tomorrow we will look at a very special passage in Genesis that shows us God’s first promise of our salvation.
RESCUED AT LAST
Uncle Jake, Mary Frances, and William started crawling very slowly toward the edge of the drop-off.
Uncle Jake reached the edge first and shone his flashlight over the side. “Max, Max, are you down there?” Uncle Jake felt a moment of panic as his flashlight shone on Max sitting on a small ledge about five feet below the drop-off.
“Yuck!” Max spit dirt out of his mouth to answer his uncle. “I just got a bunch of dirt in my mouth and face, but I think I’m okay.”
“Just stay still. I’m going to send a rope down. Slide it over your head and tighten it around your waist, and then we’ll pull you up.”
Uncle Jake handed Mary Frances and William one end of the rope, and they backed themselves up until they were at the far wall of the cave where they could safely stand up. In the meantime, Uncle Jake looped the other end of the rope for Max to slide over his head.
“Yeowwww!” screamed Max.
Mary Frances jumped, and Uncle Jake quickly looked over the side. “What happened, Max?”
“I think something bit me,” cried Max as a stinging pain shot through his leg. “I can’t really see without the flashlight. Oh man, it hurts! Uncle Jake, please hurry and get me out of here!”
“Here comes the rope, Max. Put it around you. Good. Now tighten it and hang on.” Uncle Jake yelled at William and Mary Frances, “Start pulling. Let’s get him off that ledge.”
As William and Mary Frances started pulling the rope to lift Max off the ledge, Uncle Jake spied a fat-tailed scorpion scampering away. Uncle Jake reached out and pulled Max to safety. “Max, show me where it hurts.”
“Oh, Uncle Jake,” whispered Mary Frances as she saw Max’s leg. “What do you think stung him? His leg is beginning to swell.”
Uncle Jake looked at Max. “Max, I saw a scorpion on the ledge, and your leg looks like you’ve been stung. I am going to carry you back to the Jeep. We need to get you to the hospital.”
“I’m sorry, Uncle Jake,” Max cried. “I really messed up this time.”
“It’s all right, Max. We’ll talk about it later, okay? William, why don’t you lead the way with your flashlight so I can carry Max.”
Molly looked up to see William, Mary Frances, and Uncle Jake carrying Max as they came out of the cave. “Look, Ben, they just came out. Oh, no. Uncle Jake is carrying Max.”
“I’m sure he’s okay, Molly. Just don’t let Sam loose.”
“Ben,” Uncle Jake called out, “radio the hospital. Tell them that a fat-tailed scorpion has stung Max and we are on our way. Molly, climb into the Jeep and hold onto Sam. We need to hurry. This is serious. Time is critical with this kind of bite. Let’s go!”
As our search crew is racing to the hospital to save Max’s life, let’s take a look at a very special passage in Genesis 3:15. Turn to page 193 and read Genesis 3:15.
WHO is there enmity (that means hatred) between?
Seed means “child” or “offspring.”
WHO is going to be bruised on the head?
WHO will be bruised on the heel?
WHO is the woman’s seed? Do you know? We can trace Adam’s generations all the way to Abraham by reading Luke 3:34-38.
Now look up and read Galatians 3:16. WHO is Abraham’s seed?
Did you know there is only one way to die that bruises a person’s heel? The only death that causes the heel to be bruised is crucifixion. WHOM does Satan hate? WHO was crucified (bruised on the heel) for our sins?
Satan bruised Jesus on the heel (the crucifixion), but Jesus will bruise Satan on the head. Did you know that being bruised on the head is a fatal blow? It shows a total defeat.

So do you know why Genesis 3:15 is such a special passage? This passage is called the protevangelium. Have you ever heard that word before? Prot means “the first.” Now can you think of a word that evangelium looks like? How about evangelism? Evangelism is teaching the gospel.
Genesis 3:15 is called the protevangelium because it is the first promise in the Bible of man’s salvation through Jesus Christ. It is a passage of hope. In Genesis, after man falls, we see God promising a redeemer who will save us from sin and death. Jesus is that redeemer. That means He will pay the price for our sins.
Have you put your trust in Jesus to save you from your sins? ___ Yes ___ No

Remember, we can never be good enough. We are all sinners. And there is only one way to be cleansed from sin, and that is through the shedding of Jesus’ blood.
But that’s not all. God also promises that Jesus will bruise the serpent’s head. One day soon Satan will be totally defeated and thrown into the lake of fire forever and ever! And those who have trusted Jesus as their Savior will reign with Him in a new heaven and earth where sin and death have been abolished. Isn’t that exciting? (If you want to take a sneak peek to see the new heaven and earth, you can find it described in Revelation 21:1–22:5.)

“Uncle Jake,” exclaimed Molly, “what’s wrong? What’s happening to Max?”
“It’s okay, Molly.” Mary Frances reached over and took Molly by the hand. “Max is having a convulsion. Sometimes a scorpion sting can cause convulsions and frothing at the mouth. Why don’t we pray together? The hospital isn’t far now.”
As the Jeep pulled up to the emergency room door, Uncle Jake hopped out and rushed inside, carrying a very sick Max. “I have an 11-year-old boy with a fat-tailed scorpion sting, and he’s having convulsions.”
“Let me get a nurse, then I’ll page Dr. Vick,” replied the lady at the front desk. Nurse Hobbs quickly arrived with a gurney and wheeled Max into Room 3 as they paged Dr. Vick.
Twenty minutes later Dr. Vick came out and said to Uncle Jake and the others, “We had to give Max a shot of antivenin, but he’s going to be just fine. It’s a blessing that you saw the scorpion. Knowing what stung him allowed us to treat him quickly and probably saved his life. You can go see him once we get him settled in. We need to keep him overnight for observation. Then if he continues to do well, you can take him back to the campsite tomorrow.”
Whew! Are you relieved? Max is going to be okay. However, while he’s resting in the hospital, Uncle Jake has a special assignment for you. Let’s take a closer look at Adam and Eve’s relationship.
Turn to page 190 and read Genesis 2:18-25.
Genesis 2:18 WHAT did God make for man?
Genesis 2:18 WHY did God say man needed a helper?
Genesis 2:21-22 HOW did God create woman?
Genesis 2:22 WHAT did God do as soon as He finished creating woman?
Genesis 2:23 WHY did Adam call her “woman”?
Isn’t that awesome how God knows exactly what we need? God knew that man needed a helper, someone suitable just for him. So He created woman and brought her to the man. WHAT happens next? God has a very special relationship planned for them. Let’s take a look as God creates the very first marriage.
Genesis 2:24 WHAT three things was the man to do when he married?
God told the man to leave his mother and father and to cleave to his wife. WHAT does cleave mean? Cleave means “to cling to, to keep close.” God wants the man to leave behind his parents and cling to his wife. Man and woman’s most important relationship is with God. But after their relationship with God, their marriage is to be the most important relationship they have.
Once the man leaves his family and cleaves to his wife, they are to become one flesh. They are to have a very special physical relationship that is only shared as a husband and a wife.
Let’s read Genesis 1:28.
WHAT command did God give Adam and Eve when He blessed them?
God told Adam and Eve to have children and fill the earth and to rule over it. But in Genesis 3 we see the fall of man. Sin changes everything—even God’s ideal plan for Adam and Eve.
Turn to Genesis 3:16 on page 194, and look at what God says to Eve.
HOW will Eve bring forth her children?
WHO is to rule over whom?
Now that sin has entered the world, we see that God has placed the husband to rule over the wife. WHAT does that mean? Let’s check a cross-reference to see what God says about the marriage relationship in Ephesians 5. Look up and read Ephesians 5:22-32.
Ephesians 5:22-24 WHAT is the wife to do?
HOW is she to do this?
What does it mean “to be subject to”? That means to rank under. The wife is to respect her husband and to voluntarily put herself under her husband’s authority, just like she would do in her relationship with Jesus.
Ephesians 5:25 HOW is the husband to treat his wife?
Look at Ephesians 5:28. HOW is the husband to love his wife?
Isn’t that awesome? God compares the husband’s relationship to his wife to that of Jesus and the church. When God talks about the church, He is talking about those who believe in Jesus and have surrendered their life to Him. We know that Jesus willingly gave up His life for the church. The husband is to give himself for his wife in the same way that Jesus did. He is to be unselfish and cherish her like he does his own body. He is to take care of her.
Do you see what a special relationship marriage is? Does God’s plan for marriage sound like it is a temporary or permanent relationship? Look up and read Matthew 19:4-9.
Matthew 19:6 WHAT does God say about the marriage relationship?
Try this: Take two pieces of construction paper and glue them together. After the glue has dried, try separating the two pieces of paper. Can you separate the pieces of paper cleanly, or does some of the paper tear off and stay stuck to the other piece of paper?
Trying this experiment will help you see that once two people have been joined as one, they cannot be separated without tearing and hurting each other. How do you think God feels about divorce since He created this special “one flesh” relationship? Look up and read Malachi 2:16.
HOW does God feel about divorce?
Now look at Matthew 19:9. WHAT is the only reason that Jesus gives for a divorce?
WHAT is immorality? That is when a person uses his or her body in a way that God says is wrong. It is the opposite of keeping your body pure.
Look at Hebrews 13:4. HOW is marriage to be held?
WHAT is the marriage bed to be?
Undefiled means to be pure. That means the marriage bed is only for the husband and wife’s special relationship. It is not to be shared with anyone before you are married or with anyone after you are married, except the one you are married to. It is a special relationship that God has created for marriage only. Breaking that special relationship by being impure is the only reason that God gives for divorce.
Now that you have taken a closer look at marriage, do you see how serious marriage is to God? ___ Yes ___ No
God created marriage, and our marriage should glorify Him. By taking a closer look at the most important relationship we will ever have outside of our relationship with God, we can make sure that we do things His way and not follow what the world says is okay.
Do you remember how God brought the woman to the man? It is never too early for you to pray and ask God if it is His plan for you to marry, and for Him to bring the right person to you. Marriage is a lifetime commitment. We need to let God choose that special person to share our lives with.
As you grow up, ask God if you should date, and whom you should date. Choose the people you date very carefully. Don’t let your feelings and emotions take over. Don’t date someone because he or she is “cool” or popular. Ask yourself: Does this person love Jesus and live for Him? What is this person’s character like? How does he/she treat his/her parents, brothers, and sisters?
Remember, we are to keep ourselves pure for our mate, so we need to watch how we behave. Should you be kissing and touching? God has told us that there is only one person that we should have this special relationship with: the person we are married to.
Don’t do what everyone else says is okay. Do what God says is right. God tells us in 1 Corinthians 6:19-20 that our body is a temple of the Holy Spirit and does not belong to ourselves. We have been bought with a price. Jesus died for us on a cross; therefore, we are to give God glory with the way we use our bodies.
When you become a teenager, you may want to do a deeper study on marriage. We have a special Bible study called Someday, a Marriage Without Regrets that will prepare you for that very special relationship that God created.
Now as we head back to our campsite, did you learn your memory verse this week? Don’t forget to say it to a friend or a grown-up.
GENESIS 4–5
Doesn’t it feel good to be back at the campsite? We had quite a scary adventure last week as we searched for Max and rushed him to the hospital. Now that he is well and back at the campsite, we need to get back to work at the pit to find out what happened to Adam and Eve after God sent them out of the garden. But before we get started digging, let’s have breakfast with the dig team.
SCRAPING AWAY THE DIRT
As Uncle Jake walked up to the campfire to grab a cup of coffee, he noticed a very quiet and sad-looking Max. “Hey, Max, how are you feeling this morning?”

“Yes, sir, I did.”
“What does God tell us He will do when we confess our sin?”
“He will forgive us.”

GENESIS 5–6
Last week as we discovered our old stone wall, we saw that after Adam and Eve left the garden, they began to have children. Their firstborn, Cain, chose to do things his way. He murdered his brother, Abel, and turned away from God. Another son, Seth, had a son named Enosh, and men began to call on God.
So WHO are those men that called on God? As we continue our expedition, we want to take a closer look at two of Seth’s descendants who called on God—WHO they were, WHAT they were like, and WHAT the earth was like in their time.

As Max dragged off an excited Sam, he saw Molly’s shoe behind the tent flap. “There’s your shoe, right behind the flap.”

Some people say that it wasn’t possible for all those animals to fit on the ark, or that the ark would have turned over during the raging of the floodwaters. Let’s take a look in our field notebook below at God’s master plan.
FIELD NOTEBOOK
The Master’s Plan
God told Noah to build the ark 300 hundred cubits long, 50 cubits wide, and 30 cubits high. A cubit is approximately 18 inches, which means the ark was approximately 450 feet long by 75 feet wide, and 45 feet high. It had 95,000 square feet of space inside.
Do you know how big that is? If you were to watch a train go by pulling boxcars, you would have to watch 520 boxcars go by to equal the size of the ark. It was about the size of one and a half football fields. And it was about as tall as a four-and-a-half-story building. The ark was probably designed like a box, instead of being curved like you see in books.
How many animals do you think would fit in 520 boxcars?
Did you notice God told Noah to bring two of every kind? A kind is like a dog, cat, bird, etc. God wanted Noah to bring a male and female dog, a male and female cat, etc. Not a male and female of every type of dog or cat, such as a poodle, a beagle, a cocker spaniel, etc.
The ark was so big that there was plenty of room for all of the animals, creeping things, and birds, even the dinosaurs! All of God’s living things would only take up half of the ark’s deck space. Now we need to add Noah, his family, the animals that were to be used for sacrifice, and food to the other half of the deck space. Would that fill up the other side of the ark? No way! There would be plenty of room left over.
A man named Peter Jansen who lived in Holland built a model of the ark using the proportions in the Bible. His model of the ark showed that the ark was seaworthy and almost impossible to turn over. The ark was built for floating (like a giant barge). It was also engineered in such a way that it could handle the giant waves of the flood.
Amazing! God, our Master Designer, designed the perfect boat to rescue His people from the storms of the flood.
Take another look at Genesis 6:22: “Thus Noah did; according to all that God had commanded him, so he did.” God designed the perfect boat. He told Noah what to do, and WHAT happened? Noah obeyed. By faith Noah trusted God to know what was best for his life. He followed God’s plan.

By looking at what these words mean, we can see that God is not sending an ordinary rain. God will send a great deluge that will overrun and overwhelm the earth with water. It will be a major catastrophe that will literally remove and destroy every living thing on the earth.

DIGGING DEEPER
Rise and shine! It’s time to head back to the pit. What will we discover today? With all that digging, maybe we will come across another find soon.
Yesterday we looked at Genesis 7:11 and saw that the flood began by the fountains of the great deep bursting open and the opening of the floodgates of the sky. Now let’s try to find out what that means. Take a look at Max and Molly’s research card that shows exactly what these words mean in the Hebrew language.
Fountains: ma ‘yan, pronounced mah-yawn’, means “a spring”
Deep: tehom, pronounced teh-home’, means “the deep, sea, abyss”
Burst open: baqa’, pronounced baw-kah’, means “to split, cleave, break open, divide, rip up, tear”
Floodgates: ‘arubbah, pronounced ar-oob-baw, means “window, chimney, floodgate”
Sky: shamayim, pronounced shaw-mah’-yim, means “aloft, the sky, height, heavens”
What an amazing sight that must have been—God ripping open the floor of the great deep (the seas), so that fountains like a spring would rush up out of the sea, while at the same time God opened a floodgate of water from the sky.
Have you ever seen Niagara Falls on TV or in a book? Can you imagine God sending down great sheets of rain from the sky like Niagara Falls?

When someone uses the word world, do you think of a city, a state, a country, or the whole world?
Did you know that hundreds of flood traditions have been passed down through the centuries? Nations from every continent have stories about a great flood. If the flood had been just a local flood, why would all of these different continents have stories about a great flood that happened?
Looking at our observations in Genesis and other passages of Scripture, do you think the flood was worldwide or only a local flood? __________________________
One reason that some people think the flood was a local flood instead of a worldwide flood is because they say if all the water was wrung out of the clouds it would only raise the sea level a half inch. They don’t think there was enough water in the clouds to cause a worldwide flood. And they say if there was enough water, where did the water go after the flood?
Scientists who are Christians and believe what God’s Word says have come up with different scientific models (ideas) on how the flood could have happened. One idea is that a meteorite could have hit the earth. Some scientists think there used to be a canopy of water over the earth and it collapsed. And another scientific model that was introduced in 1994 by three geologists—Steven Austin, Andrew Snelling, and Kurt Wise—along with three geophysicists—John Baumgardner, D. Russell Humphreys, and Larry Vardiman—explains that a worldwide flood could have happened by plate tectonics. WHAT is this scientific model called plate tectonics?
Let’s find out. But before we look at this idea, we need to look at HOW God made the earth. The earth is made up of three layers: the core, the mantle, and the crust.
Get an apple and ask Mom or Dad to help you cut the apple in half. Cutting the apple in half will give you a model to help you see HOW the earth is made. Or you can make a model of the earth by using clay. Molly and Max’s research card below will show you how to make a clay model.
THINGS YOU WILL NEED
three different colors of clay
a piece of thread about 2 feet in length
Make a small ball using one of your colors of clay.
Next take another color of clay and wrap it around your small ball to make a bigger ball. It should be a pretty thick layer.
Then take your last color of clay and wrap it around your ball. Make this layer a very thin layer.
Hold the thread tightly between both hands and slice through the middle of the clay ball in order to make two halves. Now you can see all three layers of your earth.
Let’s look at the different layers of the earth.
WHAT part of the apple, or WHAT part of your clay model do you think represents the core of the earth? The core of the earth is like the core part of the apple, the part that is the deep center on your clay model. The core is deep in the center of the earth. It is divided into a solid inner core and a liquid outer core. It is about 21,000 miles from one side to the other and is probably as hot as 7200 degrees Fahrenheit. It is probably made of iron and nickel, and it is where we think the earth’s magnetic field comes from.
The layer next to the core is the mantle. It is like the white part of the apple and is very thick. It is as hot as 3000 degrees Fahrenheit and is probably made of solid silicate rocks, which can behave like plastic under certain types of stress.
And the last layer of the earth is the crust. The crust is a very thin outer shell just like the skin on the apple. It is made up of two different types of rocks. The continental crust is made up of mostly granitic rocks, and the oceanic crust is made up of mostly basaltic rocks. The continental crust is less compact, so it is lighter and can float above the oceanic crust.
Now let’s look at the idea called plate tectonics. As God burst open the great deep, these creationists think the ocean floor slid into the mantle very quickly, causing it to fill with the hot material from the mantle which would make it lighter. This lighter crust would push the ocean onto the continents (the dry land) and cause a global flood. Also, geysers of superheated gases (the fountains of the great deep) would result from the hot mantle coming up. These gases would condense and fall as an intense rain. Later, as the crust cooled back down and became heavier, the floodwaters would return to the oceans from off the earth.
All these ideas sound pretty amazing, don’t they? But only God knows exactly how the flood happened. The most important thing we need to remember is that God’s Word is pure truth, and we are to put our faith in Him and believe what His Word tells us, no matter how impossible it looks to us or to man.
We need to look at this awesome and cataclysmic event and see how mighty and awesome our God is. All power to control heaven and earth lies in His hands. As it says in Jeremiah 32:17,
Ah Lord GOD! Behold, You have made the heavens and the earth by Your great power and by Your outstretched arm! Nothing is too difficult for You.
You made quite a discovery today! No matter how impossible man says a worldwide flood was, we know that it wasn’t impossible because God is on His throne and nothing is too difficult for Him!
MORE RESEARCH
“What are you up to?” Uncle Jake asked Molly and Max as he approached the pit with Dr. Murphree and another person they hadn’t seen before.
“We’re scraping away some of this dirt very carefully,” Molly answered, pushing her hair back. “We think we hit something, so we want to be careful.”
“Good work,” Uncle Jake responded. “I’ll have William come over and take a look. Why don’t you climb out of the pit for a few minutes? I have someone that I want you to meet.”
“Okay, we’ll be right there.” Max and Molly laid down their trowels and climbed out of the pit.
“Molly, Max, this is Dr. Moses. She is a colleague of Dr. Murphree’s from the university.” Uncle Jake introduced Molly and Max to the lady standing next to Dr. Murphree. “She is a paleontologist. Do you know what she does?”
“She studies dinosaurs,” exclaimed Max.
“That’s right, I do,” replied Dr. Moses. “Paleontologists study the fossil remains of plants and animals and try to figure out how these plants and animals lived, as well as how they came to be trapped and preserved by rocky minerals.”
“We know how that happened,” replied Molly. “We’ve been studying Genesis, and we know that God sent a great flood that trapped and preserved plants and animals.”
“Wow,” exclaimed Dr. Moses, “Dr. Murphree warned me that you guys were sharp. I’m impressed!”
“That’s the reason I asked Dr. Murphree to bring Dr. Moses over to the site,” Uncle Jake told Max and Molly. “I want you to learn about dinosaurs and other fossils while you are studying the flood.”
“Man, that is so cool,” Max cried out, “a real paleontologist teaching us about dinosaurs. When do we start?”
“How about you two getting cleaned up while I get Dr. Moses something to drink?” Uncle Jake replied. “You can meet Dr. Moses by the stream in about ten minutes.”
“We’ll be there,” Molly chimed in. “Come on, Max. Let’s race to the tent.”
Now are you ready to learn about dinosaurs? People who believe in evolution say massive beasts died millions of years before man appeared on earth. Is that true? HOW old is the earth? In Genesis Part One we dug up the truth: The earth is not billions or millions of years old. It is only thousands of years old. And we also discovered what God created each day of Creation. So WHERE do dinosaurs fit in? WHEN did God create them? Did they go on the ark? HOW could a huge beast fit on the ark? Let’s find out.
The word dinosaur is not used in the Bible. The first time the word dinosaur was used was in 1841 when Sir Richard Owen used it to describe some bones he had discovered. The word dinosaur means “terrible lizard,” and technically the word refers only to land creatures.
Now we know why the Bible doesn’t use the word dinosaur. It’s because a man chose the word to fit a discovery that he made in 1841. But the Bible does describe some large and fearsome beasts. Let’s take a look at what the Bible has to say about these beasts.
One of the words the Bible uses for large beasts is tannin. Tannin is a Hebrew word that is used 28 times in the Old Testament and is usually translated “dragon,” especially in the King James Version. Modern translations sometimes translate this word differently, so it is hard to understand the original meaning of the word. Let’s look at some examples in the Scriptures below. Mark the word in each passage below that you think describes the large beasts, the tannin.
Genesis 1:21 God created the great sea monsters and every living creature that moves, with which the waters swarmed after their kind, and every winged bird after its kind; and God saw that it was good.
Psalm 148:7 Praise the LORD from the earth, sea monsters and all deeps.
Isaiah 27:1 In that day the LORD will punish Leviathan the fleeing serpent, with His fierce and great and mighty sword, even Leviathan the twisted serpent; and He will kill the dragon who [lives] in the sea.
Looking at this last Scripture, Isaiah 27:1, not only do we see tannin, the dragon who lives in the sea, but another word is used for the great beasts. That word is leviathan. Go back to Isaiah 27:1 and mark every time you see the word leviathan. Now look at the Scriptures below and mark every reference to leviathan.
Psalm 104:26 There the ships move along, and Leviathan, which You have formed to sport in it.
Read all of Job 41 to see the entire description.
Job 41:1-2 Can you draw out Leviathan with a fishhook? Or press down his tongue with a cord? Can you put a rope in his nose or pierce his jaw with a hook?

Now let’s look at another word, behemoth, that is used once in Scripture in Job 40:15. The Hebrew word behemoth is a plural extension of the word behemah, a word that is used 137 times in the Old Testament to refer to four-footed animals. It is translated “cattle, animals, beasts,” but when it is used as behemoth, it is referring to a brute beast.
Job is one of the more ancient books in the Bible and was probably written within a few centuries after the flood. It is also the only place the word behemoth is used. Mark every reference to behemoth and the pronouns that go with behemoth in the Scriptures below.
Job 40:15-23 Behold now, Behemoth, which I made as well as you; he eats grass like an ox. Behold now, his strength in his loins and his power in the muscles of his belly. He bends his tail like a cedar; the sinews of his thighs are knit together. His bones are tubes of bronze; his limbs are like bars of iron. He is the first of the ways of God; let his maker bring near his sword. Surely the mountains bring him food, and all the beasts of the field play there. Under the lotus plants he lies down, in the covert of the reeds and the marsh. The lotus plants cover him with shade; the willows of the brook surround him. If a river rages, he is not alarmed; he is confident, though the Jordan rushes to his mouth.

So WHEN did God create dinosaurs? Look back at Genesis 1 if you need some help remembering and record WHAT day God created dinosaurs. ____________ Did dinosaurs go on the ark? Look at Genesis 6:19-20 and Genesis 7:14-15. ________________________________
Did you know that most dinosaurs were not any larger than a sheep? Some were no larger than a chicken. The largest dinosaur was probably no bigger than today’s blue whale. Although the ark was large enough to take full-grown animals, it does not necessarily mean that God had Noah take the full-grown older animals on the ark. Noah could have taken baby or younger animals that would have been smaller.
So WHAT happened to the dinosaurs after the flood? HOW do we know that dinosaurs came off the ark? Did anyone ever see a dinosaur after the flood? Think about the Book of Job and what you learned about behemoth.

So WHAT happened to the dinosaurs? Have you learned about animals in school that are endangered? How about animals that have become extinct (that means they are no longer alive)? Over a period of time many animals have become endangered to where there are only a few left that are still alive today. While a lot of other animals have become extinct, dinosaurs have completely died out. We don’t know for sure if the dinosaurs are extinct, or if there are still a few around today since there have been sightings of dinosaur-like creatures. But we do know WHO made them, as well as all the other fantastic creatures on this earth.
Have you ever been to a zoo and looked at all of the different animals that God created? There are so many unique and amazing animals. Some have horns and scales, as well as big teeth to allow them to tear flesh and plants just like dinosaurs. God created a whole world full of fantastic and interesting creatures. The next time you go to the zoo, take a closer look at all God’s creatures to see how much you can learn about His creation.
GENESIS 8
Well, junior archaeologists, look at all the evidence you extracted last week at the dig site. You discovered how the flood began, and with the help of Dr. Moses, you dug up truth surrounding the mystery of the dinosaurs.
Now we need to find out HOW long the flood lasted. HOW did Noah know WHEN to leave the ark? And HOW did the earth change after such a devastating catastrophe?
EXAMINING THE SOiL
Are you ready to investigate HOW the earth changed as a result of the flood? Today we are going to head over to the soil pit and then to the lab with Hannah, Dr. Moses, and Dr. David Kenyon, our on-site geologist. Do you know what a geologist does? Geologists are scientists that study rocks and minerals and the way the land was formed. That is going to be very important today as we look at how creationists and naturalists think that sedimentary rocks and their many fossils formed.
Do you know what a creationist is? A creationist is a scientist who believes God’s Word. A creationist studies how true science supports the Bible’s record of Creation and the flood.
A naturalist believes that the earth happened over a period of time, that the sedimentary rocks and their many fossils took millions of years to form. Naturalists believe in evolution.
We need to investigate for ourselves how the mountains, canyons, valleys, and rivers were formed. Did the earth change because of a great flood?
Have you ever seen a flood on TV or in a movie? Did you notice how powerful the waters were as they rushed through a town or village carrying mud and debris? A small local flood can cause a lot of damage and destruction.
Now imagine a flood happening over the whole earth as God bursts open the deep and the floodgates of the sky. Can you imagine the force that roared behind those waters? There would be millions of tons of dirt, plants, and animals being pushed around on the earth.
Then as the waters dried up, the sediment would settle into layers. WHAT is sediment and WHAT are these layers? Check out Max and Molly’s notes on the research card below.
Sedimentary Rocks, Strata, and Fossils
• Sedimentary rocks are rocks that are made of materials like bits of sand, mud, dead plants, and animals that have been transported by moving water, glaciers, or wind from one place to another.
• Strata are the layers of the earth that are made of sedimentary rock.
• Fossils are evidences of plants or animals that were buried quickly in the sediment. They are preserved in the rocks.
Let’s do an experiment that shows how sediment is formed.
You will need:
a quart glass jar with a lid (like a jelly or mayonnaise jar)
1⁄2 cup dirt
1⁄4 cup sand
1⁄4 cup small stones or pebbles
11⁄2 cups water
Pour your dirt into the bottom of the jar. Add sand, stones, and water. Make sure you don’t fill it all the way to the top. Put the lid on tightly and shake the jar. After you have shaken the jar, set it down and watch the sediment settle. Don’t shake it again.

Have you ever seen pictures of the Grand Canyon? Did you know it is almost 200 miles long and in some places it is a mile deep?
Evolutionists think it took millions of years to form all those layers of strata at the Grand Canyon. Creationists think that as the floodwaters were leaving, they cut through the layers of strata and formed canyons, gorges, and riverbeds.
Let’s check out a geological catastrophe that happened in 1980.
A GEOLOGiCAL CATASTROPHE
In 1980 an earthquake at Mount Saint Helens caused a huge avalanche that sent pulverized rock material down the mountain and into Spirit Lake. The avalanche material pushed up the water of Spirit Lake out of its basin, causing a tidal wave. This tidal wave stripped soil, trees, and debris off the mountain slopes and back into the lake. It also uncorked the volcano, causing it to erupt. In six minutes the explosion cloud leveled 156 square miles of forest. Needles, twigs, and smaller branches were vaporized. Mudflows formed by melted snow and ice along with volcanic ash poured into the valley, wreaking havoc for scores of miles downstream.
Geologists watched many changes that they thought would take years to happen, happen in only a matter of hours, minutes, and seconds during this catastrophe.
Mount Saint Helens shows how a geologic catastrophe can have a significant effect on earth, causing geological features such as layering of deposits, canyons, and buried forests to be formed quickly, rather than taking thousands of years as scientists used to think.
Now let’s look at fossils. Did you know that there are approximately one-quarter of a million species of fossil organisms? A fossil has to be buried very quickly so that it will be preserved. Naturalists think that the layers of earth were laid slowly over long periods of time. If a plant or animal were covered slowly, then it would have rotted while it was being covered, and we would not have the whole fossils that we have today. Finding a large amount of fossils suggests that the earth’s sediments were deposited very quickly, just like they would have been in the flood.
Did you know that fossils of sea creatures and great whales have been found on mountaintops? Read Genesis 7:19 and tell HOW this could have happened.
In the Petrified Forest in Arizona, there are thousands of huge tree trunks and pieces of trees that are buried in the strata. The geologists say that these trees, bark, and logs came from some other area. These trees do not grow where these fossils were found. Read Genesis 7:17-22. HOW could these trees have been moved to end up in the Petrified Forest?
Now that you have studied how fossils are formed, WHAT do you think is the most likely event in biblical world history in which fossils could have formed?
Let’s look at a question that a lot of scientists ask. If there was a worldwide flood, then WHERE did all the water go?
Last week we looked at one of the scientific models, called plate tectonics. This model suggests that the earth’s crust moved, which caused the hot mantle to push the ocean up on the dry land. Then, once the crust cooled back down, the floodwaters ran back into the oceans and off the earth.
What about Scripture? Let’s look at Psalm 104:5-9 printed on the next page. This Scripture does not specifically say it is talking about the water from the flood, but it does offer a possible explanation.

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GENESIS 2-11
Chapter 2
1 Thus the heavens and the earth were completed, and all their hosts.
2 By the seventh day God completed His work which He had done, and He rested on the seventh day from all His work which He had done.
3 Then God blessed the seventh day and sanctified it, because in it He rested from all His work which God had created and made.
4 This is the account of the heavens and the earth when they were created, in the day that the LORD God made earth and heaven.
5 Now no shrub of the field was yet in the earth, and no plant of the field had yet sprouted, for the LORD God had not sent rain upon the earth, and there was no man to cultivate the ground.
6 But a mist used to rise from the earth and water the whole surface of the ground.
7 Then the LORD God formed man of dust from the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life; and man became a living being.
8 The LORD God planted a garden toward the east, in Eden; and there He placed the man whom He had formed.
9 Out of the ground the LORD God caused to grow every tree that is pleasing to the sight and good for food; the tree of life also in the midst of the garden, and the tree of the knowledge of good and evil.
10 Now a river flowed out of Eden to water the garden; and from there it divided and became four rivers.
11 The name of the first is Pishon; it flows around the whole land of Havilah, where there is gold.
12 The gold of that land is good; the dellium and the onyx stone are there.
13 The name of the second river is Gihon; it flows around the whole land of Cush.
14 The name of the third river is Tigris; it flows east of Assyria. And the fourth river is the Euphrates.
15 Then the LORD God took the man and put him into the garden of Eden to cultivate it and keep it.
16 The LORD God commanded the man, saying, “From any tree of the garden you may eat freely;
17 but from the tree of the knowledge of good and evil you shall not eat, for in the day that you eat from it you will surely die.”
18 Then the LORD God said, “It is not good for the man to be alone; I will make him a helper suitable for him.”
19 Out of the ground the LORD God formed every beast of the field and every bird of the sky, and brought them to the man to see what he would call them; and whatever the man called a living creature, that was its name.
20 The man gave names to all the cattle, and to the birds of the sky, and to every beast of the field, but for Adam there was not found a helper suitable for him.
21 So the LORD God caused a deep sleep to fall upon the man, and he slept; then He took one of his ribs and closed up the flesh at that place.
22 The LORD God fashioned into a woman the rib which He had taken from the man, and brought her to the man.
23 The man said,
“This is now bone of my bones,
And flesh of my flesh;
She shall be called Woman,
Because she was taken out of Man.”
24 For this reason a man shall leave his father and his mother, and be joined to his wife; and they shall become one flesh.
25 And the man and his wife were both naked and were not ashamed.
Chapter 3
1 Now the serpent was more crafty than any beast of the field which the LORD God had made. And he said to the woman, “Indeed, has God said, ‘You shall not eat from any tree of the garden’?”
2 The woman said to the serpent, “From the fruit of the trees of the garden we may eat;
3 but from the fruit of the tree which is in the middle of the garden, God has said, ‘You shall not eat from it or touch it, or you will die.’”
4 The serpent said to the woman, “You surely will not die!
5 “For God knows that in the day you eat from it your eyes will be opened, and you will be like God, knowing good and evil.”
6 When the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was a delight to the eyes, and that the tree was desirable to make one wise, she took from its fruit and ate; and she gave also to her husband with her, and he ate.
7 Then the eyes of both of them were opened, and they knew that they were naked; and they sewed fig leaves together and made themselves loin coverings.
8 They heard the sound of the LORD God walking in the garden in the cool of the day, and the man and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the LORD God among the trees of the garden.
9 Then the LORD God called to the man, and said to him, “Where are you?”
10 He said, “I heard the sound of You in the garden, and I was afraid because I was naked; so I hid myself.”
11 And He said, “Who told you that you were naked? Have you eaten from the tree of which I commanded you not to eat?”
12 The man said, “The woman whom You gave to be with me, she gave me from the tree, and I ate.”
13 Then the LORD God said to the woman, “What is this you have done?” And the woman said, “The serpent deceived me, and I ate.”
14 The LORD God said to the serpent,
“Because you have done this,
Cursed are you more than all cattle,
And more than every beast of the field;
On your belly you will go,
And dust you will eat
All the days of your life;
15 And I will put enmity
Between you and the woman,
And between your seed and her seed;
He shall bruise you on the head,
And you shall bruise him on the heel.”
16 To the woman He said,
“I will greatly multiply
Your pain in childbirth,
In pain you will bring forth children;
Yet your desire will be for your husband,
And he will rule over you.”
17 Then to Adam He said, “Because you have listened to the voice
of your wife, and have eaten from the tree about which I
commanded you, saying, ‘You shall not eat from it’;
Cursed is the ground because of you;
In toil you will eat of it
All the days of your life.
18 “Both thorns and thistles it shall grow for you;
And you will eat the plants of the field;
19 By the sweat of your face
You will eat bread,
Till you return to the ground,
Because from it you were taken;
For you are dust,
And to dust you shall return.”
20 Now the man called his wife’s name Eve, because she was the mother of all the living.
21 The LORD God made garments of skin for Adam and his wife, and clothed them.
22 Then the LORD God said, “Behold, the man has become like one of Us, knowing good and evil; and now, he might stretch out his hand, and take also from the tree of life, and eat, and live forever”—
23 therefore the LORD God sent him out from the garden of Eden, to cultivate the ground from which he was taken.
24 So He drove the man out; and at the east of the garden of Eden He stationed the cherubim and the flaming sword which turned every direction to guard the way to the tree of life.
Chapter 4
1 Now the man had relations with his wife Eve, and she conceived and gave birth to Cain, and she said, “I have gotten a manchild with the help of the LORD.”
2 Again, she gave birth to his brother Abel. And Abel was a keeper of flocks, but Cain was a tiller of the ground.
3 So it came about in the course of time that Cain brought an offering to the LORD of the fruit of the ground.
4 Abel, on his part also brought of the firstlings of his flock and of their fat portions. And the LORD had regard for Abel and for his offering;
5 but for Cain and for his offering He had no regard. So Cain became very angry and his countenance fell.
6 Then the LORD said to Cain, “Why are you angry? And why has your countenance fallen?
7 “If you do well, will not your countenance be lifted up? And if you do not do well, sin is crouching at the door; and its desire is for you, but you must master it.”
8 Cain told Abel his brother. And it came about when they were in the field, that Cain rose up against Abel his brother and killed him.
9 Then the LORD said to Cain, “Where is Abel your brother?” And he said, “I do not know. Am I my brother’s keeper?”
10 He said, “What have you done? The voice of your brother’s blood is crying to Me from the ground.
11 “Now you are cursed from the ground, which has opened its mouth to receive your brother’s blood from your hand.
12 “When you cultivate the ground, it will no longer yield its strength to you; you will be a vagrant and a wanderer on the earth.”
13 Cain said to the LORD, “My punishment is too great to bear!
14 “Behold, You have driven me this day from the face of the ground; and from Your face I will be hidden, and I will be a vagrant and a wanderer on the earth, and whoever finds me will kill me.”
15 So the LORD said to him, “Therefore whoever kills Cain, vengeance will be taken on him sevenfold.” And the LORD appointed a sign for Cain, so that no one finding him would slay him.
16 Then Cain went out from the presence of the LORD, and settled in the land of Nod, east of Eden.
17 Cain had relations with his wife and she conceived, and gave birth to Enoch; and he built a city, and called the name of the city Enoch, after the name of his son.
18 Now to Enoch was born Irad, and Irad became the father of Mehujael, and Mehujael became the father of Methushael, and Methushael became the father of Lamech.
19 Lamech took to himself two wives: the name of the one was Adah, and the name of the other, Zillah.
20 Adah gave birth to Jabal; he was the father of those who dwell in tents and have livestock.
21 His brother’s name was Jubal; he was the father of all those who play the lyre and pipe.
22 As for Zillah, she also gave birth to Tubal-cain, the forger of all implements of bronze and iron; and the sister of Tubal-cain was Naamah.
23 Lamech said to his wives,
“Adah and Zillah,
Listen to my voice,
You wives of Lamech,
Give heed to my speech,
For I have killed a man for wounding me;
And a boy for striking me;
24 If Cain is avenged sevenfold,
Then Lamech seventy-sevenfold.”
25 Adam had relations with his wife again; and she gave birth to a son, and named him Seth, for, she said, “God has appointed me another offspring in place of Abel, for Cain killed him.”
26 To Seth, to him also a son was born; and he called his name Enosh. Then men began to call upon the name of the LORD.
Chapter 5
1 This is the book of the generations of Adam. In the day when God created man, He made him in the likeness of God.
2 He created them male and female, and He blessed them and named them Man in the day when they were created.
3 When Adam had lived one hundred and thirty years, he became the father of a son in his own likeness, according to his image, and named him Seth.
4 Then the days of Adam after he became the father of Seth were eight hundred years, and he had other sons and daughters.
5 So all the days that Adam lived were nine hundred and thirty years, and he died.
6 Seth lived one hundred and five years, and became the father of Enosh.
7 Then Seth lived eight hundred and seven years after he became the father of Enosh, and he had other sons and daughters.
8 So all the days of Seth were nine hundred and twelve years, and he died.
9 Enosh lived ninety years, and became the father of Kenan.
10 Then Enosh lived eight hundred and fifteen years after he became the father of Kenan, and he had other sons and daughters.
11 So all the days of Enosh were nine hundred and five years, and he died.
12 Kenan lived seventy years, and became the father of Mahalalel.
13 Then Kenan lived eight hundred and forty years after he became the father of Mahalalel, and he had other sons and daughters.
14 So all the days of Kenan were nine hundred and ten years, and he died.
15 Mahalalel lived sixty-five years, and became the father of Jared.
16 Then Mahalalel lived eight hundred and thirty years after he became the father of Jared, and he had other sons and daughters.
17 So all the days of Mahalalel were eight hundred and ninety-five years, and he died.
18 Jared lived one hundred and sixty-two years, and became the father of Enoch.
19 Then Jared lived eight hundred years after he became the father of Enoch, and he had other sons and daughters.
20 So all the days of Jared were nine hundred and sixty-two years, and he died.
21 Enoch lived sixty-five years, and became the father of Methuselah.
22 Then Enoch walked with God three hundred years after he became the father of Methuselah, and he had other sons and daughters.
23 So all the days of Enoch were three hundred and sixty-five years.
24 Enoch walked with God; and he was not, for God took him.
25 Methuselah lived one hundred and eighty-seven years, and became the father of Lamech.
26 Then Methuselah lived seven hundred and eighty-two years after he became the father of Lamech, and he had other sons and daughters.
27 So all the days of Methuselah were nine hundred and sixty-nine years, and he died.
28 Lamech lived one hundred and eighty-two years, and became the father of a son.
29 Now he called his name Noah, saying, “This one will give us rest from our work and from the toil of our hands arising from the ground which the LORD has cursed.”
30 Then Lamech lived five hundred and ninety-five years after he became the father of Noah, and he had other sons and daughters.
31 So all the days of Lamech were seven hundred and seventy-seven years, and he died.
32 Noah was five hundred years old, and Noah became the father of Shem, Ham, and Japheth.
Chapter 6
1 Now it came about, when men began to multiply on the face of the land, and daughters were born to them,
2 that the sons of God saw that the daughters of men were beautiful; and they took wives for themselves, whomever they chose.
3 Then the LORD said, “My Spirit shall not strive with man forever, because he also is flesh; nevertheless his days shall be one hundred and twenty years.”
4 The Nephilim were on the earth in those days, and also afterward, when the sons of God came in to the daughters of men, and they bore children to them. Those were the mighty men who were of old, men of renown.
5 Then the LORD saw that the wickedness of man was great on the earth, and that every intent of the thoughts of his heart was only evil continually.
6 The LORD was sorry that He had made man on the earth, and He was grieved in His heart.
7 The LORD said, “I will blot out man whom I have created from the face of the land, from man to animals to creeping things and to birds of the sky; for I am sorry that I have made them.”
8 But Noah found favor in the eyes of the LORD.
9 These are the records of the generations of Noah. Noah was a righteous man, blameless in his time; Noah walked with God.
10 Noah became the father of three sons: Shem, Ham, and Japheth.
11 Now the earth was corrupt in the sight of God, and the earth was filled with violence.
12 God looked on the earth, and behold, it was corrupt; for all flesh had corrupted their way upon the earth.
13 Then God said to Noah, “The end of all flesh has come before Me; for the earth is filled with violence because of them; and behold, I am about to destroy them with the earth.
14 “Make for yourself an ark of gopher wood; you shall make the ark with rooms, and shall cover it inside and out with pitch.
15 “This is how you shall make it: the length of the ark three hundred cubits, its breadth fifty cubits, and its height thirty cubits.
16 “You shall make a window for the ark, and finish it to a cubit from the top; and set the door of the ark in the side of it; you shall make it with lower, second, and third decks.
17 “Behold, I, even I am bringing the flood of water upon the earth, to destroy all flesh in which is the breath of life, from under heaven; everything that is on the earth shall perish.
18 “But I will establish My covenant with you; and you shall enter the ark—you and your sons and your wife, and your sons’ wives with you.
19 “And of every living thing of all flesh, you shall bring two of every kind into the ark, to keep them alive with you; they shall be male and female.
20 “Of the birds after their kind, and of the animals after their kind, of every creeping thing of the ground after its kind, two of every kind will come to you to keep them alive.
21 “As for you, take for yourself some of all food which is edible, and gather it to yourself; and it shall be for food for you and for them.”
22 Thus Noah did; according to all that God had commanded him, so he did.
Chapter 7
1 Then the LORD said to Noah, “Enter the ark, you and all your household, for you alone I have seen to be righteous before Me in this time.
2 “You shall take with you of every clean animal by sevens, a male and his female; and of the animals that are not clean two, a male and his female;
3 also of the birds of the sky, by sevens, male and female, to keep offspring alive on the face of all the earth.
4 “For after seven more days, I will send rain on the earth forty days and forty nights; and I will blot out from the face of the land every living thing that I have made.”
5 Noah did according to all that the LORD had commanded him.
6 Now Noah was six hundred years old when the flood of water came upon the earth.
7 Then Noah and his sons and his wife and his sons’ wives with him entered the ark because of the water of the flood.
8 Of clean animals and animals that are not clean and birds and everything that creeps on the ground,
9 there went into the ark to Noah by twos, male and female, as God had commanded Noah.
10 It came about after the seven days, that the water of the flood came upon the earth.
11 In the six hundredth year of Noah’s life, in the second month, on the seventeenth day of the month, on the same day all the fountains of the great deep burst open, and the floodgates of the sky were opened.
12 The rain fell upon the earth for forty days and forty nights.
13 On the very same day Noah and Shem and Ham and Japheth, the sons of Noah, and Noah’s wife and the three wives of his sons with them, entered the ark,
14 they and every beast after its kind, and all the cattle after their kind, and every creeping thing that creeps on the earth after its kind, and every bird after its kind, all sorts of birds.
15 So they went into the ark to Noah, by twos of all flesh in which was the breath of life.
16 Those that entered, male and female of all flesh, entered as God had commanded him; and the LORD closed it behind him.
17 Then the flood came upon the earth for forty days, and the water increased and lifted up the ark, so that it rose above the earth.
18 The water prevailed and increased greatly upon the earth, and the ark floated on the surface of the water.
19 The water prevailed more and more upon the earth, so that all the high mountains everywhere under the heavens were covered.
20 The water prevailed fifteen cubits higher, and the mountains were covered.
21 All flesh that moved on the earth perished, birds and cattle and beasts and every swarming thing that swarms upon the earth, and all mankind;
22 of all that was on the dry land, all in whose nostrils was the breath of the spirit of life, died.
23 Thus He blotted out every living thing that was upon the face of the land, from man to animals to creeping things and to birds of the sky, and they were blotted out from the earth; and only Noah was left, together with those that were with him in the ark.
24 The water prevailed upon the earth one hundred and fifty days.
Chapter 8
1 But God remembered Noah and all the beasts and all the cattle that were with him in the ark; and God caused a wind to pass over the earth, and the water subsided.
2 Also the fountains of the deep and the floodgates of the sky were closed, and the rain from the sky was restrained;
3 and the water receded steadily from the earth, and at the end of one hundred and fifty days the water decreased.
4 In the seventh month, on the seventeenth day of the month, the ark rested upon the mountains of Ararat.
5 The water decreased steadily until the tenth month; in the tenth month, on the first day of the month, the tops of the mountains became visible.
6 Then it came about at the end of forty days, that Noah opened the window of the ark which he had made;
7 and he sent out a raven, and it flew here and there until the water was dried up from the earth.
8 Then he sent out a dove from him, to see if the water was abated from the face of the land;
9 but the dove found no resting place for the sole of her foot, so she returned to him into the ark, for the water was on the surface of all the earth. Then he put out his hand and took her, and brought her into the ark to himself.
10 So he waited yet another seven days; and again he sent out the dove from the ark.
11 The dove came to him toward evening, and behold, in her beak was a freshly picked olive leaf. So Noah knew that the water was abated from the earth.
12 Then he waited yet another seven days, and sent out the dove; but she did not return to him again.
13 Now it came about in the six hundred and first year, in the first month, on the first of the month, the water was dried up from the earth. Then Noah removed the covering of the ark, and looked, and behold, the surface of the ground was dried up.
14 In the second month, on the twenty-seventh day of the month, the earth was dry.
15 Then God spoke to Noah, saying,
16 “Go out of the ark, you and your wife and your sons and your sons’ wives with you.
17 “Bring out with you every living thing of all flesh that is with you, birds and animals and every creeping thing that creeps on the earth, that they may breed abundantly on the earth, and be fruitful and multiply on the earth.”
18 So Noah went out, and his sons and his wife and his sons’ wives with him.
19 Every beast, every creeping thing, and every bird, everything that moves on the earth, went out by their families from the ark.
20 Then Noah built an altar to the LORD, and took of every clean animal and of every clean bird and offered burnt offerings on the altar.
21 The LORD smelled the soothing aroma; and the LORD said to Himself, “I will never again curse the ground on account of man, for the intent of man’s heart is evil from his youth; and I will never again destroy every living thing, as I have done.
22 “While the earth remains,
Seedtime and harvest,
And cold and heat,
And summer and winter,
And day and night
Shall not cease.”
Chapter 9
1 And God blessed Noah and his sons and said to them, “Be fruitful and multiply, and fill the earth.
2 “The fear of you and the terror of you will be on every beast of the earth and on every bird of the sky; with everything that creeps on the ground, and all the fish of the sea, into your hand they are given.
3 “Every moving thing that is alive shall be food for you; I give all to you, as I gave the green plant.
4 “Only you shall not eat flesh with its life, that is, its blood.
5 “Surely I will require your lifeblood; from every beast I will require it. And from every man, from every man’s brother I will require the life of man.
6 “Whoever sheds man’s blood,
By man his blood shall be shed,
For in the image of God
He made man.
7 “As for you, be fruitful and multiply;
Populate the earth abundantly and multiply in it.”
8 Then God spoke to Noah and to his sons with him, saying,
9 “Now behold, I Myself do establish My covenant with you, and with your descendants after you;
10 and with every living creature that is with you, the birds, the cattle, and every beast of the earth with you; of all that comes out of the ark, even every beast of the earth.
11 “I establish My covenant with you; and all flesh shall never again be cut off by the water of the flood, neither shall there again be a flood to destroy the earth.”
12 God said, “This is the sign of the covenant which I am making between Me and you and every living creature that is with you, for all successive generations;
13 I set My bow in the cloud, and it shall be for a sign of a covenant between Me and the earth.
14 “It shall come about, when I bring a cloud over the earth, that the bow will be seen in the cloud,
15 and I will remember My covenant, which is between Me and you and every living creature of all flesh; and never again shall the water become a flood to destroy all flesh.
16 “When the bow is in the cloud, then I will look upon it, to remember the everlasting covenant between God and every living creature of all flesh that is on the earth.”
17 And God said to Noah, “This is the sign of the covenant which I have established between Me and all flesh that is on the earth.”
18 Now the sons of Noah who came out of the ark were Shem and Ham and Japheth; and Ham was the father of Canaan.
19 These three were the sons of Noah, and from these the whole earth was populated.
20 Then Noah began farming and planted a vineyard.
21 He drank of the wine and became drunk, and uncovered himself inside his tent.
22 Ham, the father of Canaan, saw the nakedness of his father, and told his two brothers outside.
23 But Shem and Japheth took a garment and laid it upon both their shoulders and walked backward and covered the nakedness of their father; and their faces were turned away, so that they did not see their father’s nakedness.
24 When Noah awoke from his wine, he knew what his youngest son had done to him.
25 So he said,
“Cursed be Canaan;
A servant of servants
He shall be to his brothers.”
26 He also said,
“Blessed be the LORD,
The God of Shem;
And let Canaan be his servant.
27 “May God enlarge Japheth,
And let him dwell in the tents of Shem;
And let Canaan be his servant.”
28 Noah lived three hundred and fifty years after the flood.
29 So all the days of Noah were nine hundred and fifty years, and he died.
Chapter 10
1 Now these are the records of the generations of Shem, Ham, and Japheth, the sons of Noah; and sons were born to them after the flood.
2 The sons of Japheth were Gomer and Magog and Madai and Javan and Tubal and Meshech and Tiras.
3 The sons of Gomer were Ashkenaz and Riphath and Togarmah.
4 The sons of Javan were Elishah and Tarshish, Kittim and Dodanim.
5 From these the coastlands of the nations were separated into their lands, every one according to his language, according to their families, into their nations.
6 The sons of Ham were Cush and Mizraim and Put and Canaan.
7 The sons of Cush were Seba and Havilah and Sabtah and Raamah and Sabteca; and the sons of Raamah were Sheba and Dedan.
8 Now Cush became the father of Nimrod; he became a mighty one on the earth.
9 He was a mighty hunter before the LORD; therefore it is said, “Like Nimrod a mighty hunter before the LORD.”
10 The beginning of his kingdom was Babel and Erech and Accad and Calneh, in the land of Shinar.
11 From that land he went forth into Assyria, and built Nineveh and Rehoboth-Ir and Calah,
12 and Resen between Nineveh and Calah; that is the great city.
13 Mizraim became the father of Ludim and Anamim and Lehabim and Naphtuhim
14 and Pathrusim and Casluhim (from which came the Philistines) and Caphtorim.
15 Canaan became the father of Sidon, his firstborn, and Heth
16 and the Jebusite and the Amorite and the Girgashite
17 and the Hivite and the Arkite and the Sinite
18 and the Arvadite and the Zemarite and the Hamathite; and afterward the families of the Canaanite were spread abroad.
19 The territory of the Canaanite extended from Sidon as you go toward Gerar, as far as Gaza; as you go toward Sodom and Gomorrah and Admah and Zeboiim, as far as Lasha.
20 These are the sons of Ham, according to their families, according to their languages, by their lands, by their nations.
21 Also to Shem, the father of all the children of Eber, and the older brother of Japheth, children were born.
22 The sons of Shem were Elam and Asshur and Arpachshad and Lud and Aram.
23 The sons of Aram were Uz and Hul and Gether and Mash.
24 Arpachshad became the father of Shelah; and Shelah became the father of Eber.
25 Two sons were born to Eber; the name of the one was Peleg, for in his days the earth was divided; and his brother’s name was Joktan.
26 Joktan became the father of Almodad and Sheleph and Hazarmaveth and Jerah
27 and Hadoram and Uzal and Diklah
28 and Obal and Abimael and Sheba
29 and Ophir and Havilah and Jobab; all these were the sons of Joktan.
30 Now their settlement extended from Mesha as you go toward Sephar, the hill country of the east.
31 These are the sons of Shem, according to their families, according to their languages, by their lands, according to their nations.
32 These are the families of the sons of Noah, according to their genealogies, by their nations; and out of these the nations were separated on the earth after the flood.
Chapter 11
1 Now the whole earth used the same language and the same words.
2 It came about as they journeyed east, that they found a plain in the land of Shinar and settled there.
3 They said to one another, “Come, let us make bricks and burn them thoroughly.” And they used brick for stone, and they used tar for mortar.
4 They said, “Come, let us build for ourselves a city, and a tower whose top will reach into heaven, and let us make for ourselves a name, otherwise we will be scattered abroad over the face of the whole earth.”
5 The LORD came down to see the city and the tower which the sons of men had built.
6 The LORD said, “Behold, they are one people, and they all have the same language. And this is what they began to do, and now nothing which they purpose to do will be impossible for them.
7 “Come, let Us go down and there confuse their language, so that they will not understand one another’s speech.”
8 So the LORD scattered them abroad from there over the face of the whole earth; and they stopped building the city.
9 Therefore its name was called Babel, because there the LORD confused the language of the whole earth; and from there the LORD scattered them abroad over the face of the whole earth.
10 These are the records of the generations of Shem. Shem was one hundred years old, and became the father of Arpachshad two years after the flood;
11 and Shem lived five hundred years after he became the father of Arpachshad, and he had other sons and daughters.
12 Arpachshad lived thirty-five years, and became the father of Shelah;
13 and Arpachshad lived four hundred and three years after he became the father of Shelah, and he had other sons and daughters.
14 Shelah lived thirty years, and became the father of Eber;
15 and Shelah lived four hundred and three years after he became the father of Eber, and he had other sons and daughters.
16 Eber lived thirty-four years, and became the father of Peleg;
17 and Eber lived four hundred and thirty years after he became the father of Peleg, and he had other sons and daughters.
18 Peleg lived thirty years, and became the father of Reu;
19 and Peleg lived two hundred and nine years after he became the father of Reu, and he had other sons and daughters.
20 Reu lived thirty-two years, and became the father of Serug;
21 and Reu lived two hundred and seven years after he became the father of Serug, and he had other sons and daughters.
22 Serug lived thirty years, and became the father of Nahor;
23 and Serug lived two hundred years after he became the father of Nahor, and he had other sons and daughters.
24 Nahor lived twenty-nine years, and became the father of Terah;
25 and Nahor lived one hundred and nineteen years after he became the father of Terah, and he had other sons and daughters.
26 Terah lived seventy years, and became the father of Abram, Nahor and Haran.
27 Now these are the records of the generations of Terah. Terah became the father of Abram, Nahor and Haran; and Haran became the father of Lot.
28 Haran died in the presence of his father Terah in the land of his birth, in Ur of the Chaldeans.
29 Abram and Nahor took wives for themselves. The name of Abram’s wife was Sarai; and the name of Nahor’s wife was Milcah, the daughter of Haran, the father of Milcah and Iscah.
30 Sarai was barren; she had no child.
31 Terah took Abram his son, and Lot the son of Haran, his grandson, and Sarai his daughter-in-law, his son Abram’s wife; and they went out together from Ur of the Chaldeans in order to enter the land of Canaan; and they went as far as Haran, and settled there.
32 The days of Terah were two hundred and five years; and Terah died in Haran.
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
