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Introduction

The Day of Atonement (Yom Kippur) is signified in Scripture as one of the most important dates of the Biblical year since the time of Moses. This sacred day continues as a most significant Holy Day even in the present Church age.

For many years Bob Jones has received valuable revelations on this day outlining activities of the Holy Spirit for the seasons ahead. These insights have historically proven to be accurate and strategic blueprints for spiritual emphasis and preparation.

Love 

The Father’s Love

Its tears are full of compassion that heals the wounds of the heart. From conception till death it feeds the spirit and never shall depart. Long after death, love is remembered in the hearts of those it knew. Love is a sweet remembrance and a gift to me and you. 

This is a year we will begin to experience a release of the Father’s love that is unparalleled to anything we’ve understood in the past. Through this unveiling of love we will discover the four realms of the Father’s love and how to properly apply it to our daily Christian life. Although our walk may be challenging at times, we will have the sure cure for each difficult situation when we apply the love of God to each one.

 

 


Five Realms of Love

 

There are four realms of love that we are called to walk in, and not only walk in them but demonstrate Christ through them.

1. Eros includes passionate as well as sexual or romantic love. This is the passionate love we express between husband and wife.

2. Storge refers to the natural affection between a parent and child. This is best described as when a mother breast feeds her new born baby. 

3. Phileo refers to the warm intimacy that we share among good friends.

4. Agape is sacrificial love. It’s a commitment that motivates us to deny ourselves on behalf of another. This is the type of love the Lord had in mind when He commanded His followers to love one another.

5. Agapeo is the fifth and final word for love.  It means to carry an affectionate reverence, prompting obedience, causing you to recognize the benefits of knowing this person or Christ. And refusing to live without or do without this person. That’s what Christ meant when He said love one another.

 

 


Love Leads to Obedience

 

Love is like oil to the wheels of obedience. It enables us to run the way of God’s commandments! When we come to the realization of the Father’s love for an unforgiving world and the fact He gave His only Son as sacrifice for our sin, His love will overwhelm us. Out of our longing to love the Father we desire to be obedient and walk in His ways instead of our own. This will place us in right standing with God. And when you’re in right standing with God you can receive His love unabated from all the woes of this world! Then you will walk in pureness of heart and holiness with the Father. You ascend the mountain of the Lord with clean hands and a pure heart. (Psalm 24:3-4)  

Being in right standing with God positions us to receive His love unabated; we are unhindered, free flowing, and full of strength and power.  It’s like an umbilical cord; everything you receive is straight from the Father pure without interference.  This is what Jesus did while He lived on the earth.  He walked and talked with His heavenly Father.  He said only what He heard the Father saying and did only what He saw the Father doing. He was obedient in all ways even unto the cross.

The more intimate we are with the Lord, the more we desire His will in all aspects of our lives.  As we become more Christ centered we lay our agendas down and desire His will no matter what the cost in the natural.  This is what Jesus did.   He willingly went to the cross, He chose the Father’s will not His own.  There was no darkness in Him; Satan had no point of entry.  

I will not talk with you much more, for the prince (evil genius, ruler) of the world is coming. And he has no claim on Me. [He has nothing in common with Me; there is nothing in Me that belongs to him, and he has no power over Me.] But [Satan is coming and] I do as the Father has commanded Me, so that the world may know (be convinced) that I love the Father and that I do only what the Father has instructed Me to do. [I act in full agreement with His orders.] Rise, let us go away from here. (John 14:30-31 Amp)

There is a body of believers that are now moving into that place of total obedience to the Father and consumed by the presence of God.  It’s a place of total surrender and there the enemy will be unable to find a place in them.  They will walk in the power and demonstrate the kingdom as it was in the beginning.  God’s word is creative and full of power. It is without hindrance and has no restrictions.  It is full of force; He has given us all authority.

The woes of this world; fear, infirmities, sorrow, torment, plagues, poverty etc., have no hold on us.  We have been set free by the blood of Jesus and seated in heavenly places.  We are not bound by the woes of this world but loosed into the glory and splendor of His light, power, knowledge, understanding, wisdom and obedience.

1 Corinthians 13

 

I Corinthians 13 is called the love chapter because Paul eloquently describes the characteristics of the true nature of God. Christ is His Son and He demonstrated the fullness of His Father’s nature. Now we are children of God and are called to walk in the same likeness of our Father and Brother. And the way we do this is to be a vessel of His love, following His life’s pattern in these scriptures. 

God is Love. (1 John 4:8) The whole essence of His being is love. I like the Amplified version of this chapter because it best describes what love is and what is not. 

Love endures long and is patient and kind; love never is envious nor boils over with jealousy, is not boastful or vainglorious, does not display itself haughtily. It is not conceited (arrogant and inflated with pride); it is not rude (unmannerly) and does not act unbecomingly. Love (God’s love in us) does not insist on its own rights or its own way, for it is not self-seeking; it is not touchy or fretful or resentful; it takes no account of the evil done to it [it pays no attention to a suffered wrong].  It does not rejoice at injustice and unrighteousness, but rejoices when right and truth prevail, Love bears up under anything and everything that comes, is ever ready to believe the best of every person, its hopes are fadeless under all circumstances, and it endures everything [without weakening]. Love never fails [never fades out or becomes obsolete or comes to an end]. (1 Corinthians 13:4-8a Amp)

We can have great faith and demonstrate the miraculous but if we have not love, we are nothing. (1 Corinthians 13:2)


The Blood of the Lamb

The Overcomers

 

And they overcame him by the blood of the Lamb and by the word of their testimony, and they did not love their lives to the death. (Revelation 12:11)

In this vision I woke up and was completely dressed but there was blood on my chest. As I began to check myself, I found there was blood on my pants also. I wondered where I was bleeding from and I took off my clothes. It was like the Lord had taken a paintbrush and was painting His blood on the body of Christ. We overcome by the blood of the Lamb and the word of our testimonies. I felt this was saying that the body of Christ is going to have testimonies to share. And we need to apply this blood often. 

Why was it on my pants? I have always believed that from my belt down is my base nature and I believe this was saying that the blood of Jesus was covering my base nature. From my belt up I’ve always felt was my spiritual nature. The blood of Jesus is really covering our spiritual nature now so we can enter in to what He has done. 

It’s a time that we can literally wrap our self in the blood of Jesus and it will overcome all of our enemies. What Jesus did on the cross by the shedding of His blood, defeated all of our enemies. And I believe we are coming to the knowledge of the power of the blood. 

 

 


Great Tribulation

 

Those who have gone through overwhelming trials and tremendous testing are like those mentioned in Revelation 7 who are coming out of the great tribulation. They are from every nation, tribe, tongue and peoples that remain standing because they endured the testing and remained faithful. Therefor they are clothed with white robes and cry out for the harvest. 

And crying out with a loud voice, saying, “Salvation belongs to our God who sits on the throne, and to the Lamb!”(Revelation 7:10)

These are the overcomers that have withstood the test of time and combatted the enemy with the blood of the Lamb and the power of the Word. These overcomers stood for righteousness for the sake of the cross and did not let the enemy defeat them. They dedicated their whole being to the purpose of the cross and rose up against the enemy when he came to kill, steal and destroy. Because they knew the heart of the Father they made their decrees to establish His word (Job 22:28) and sent forth His word to accomplish the Father’s will and it did not return void. (Isaiah 55:11)

Then one of the elders answered, saying to me, “Who are these `arrayed in white robes, and where did they come from?” And I said to him, “Sir, you know.” So he said to me, “These are the ones who come out of the great tribulation, and washed their robes and made them white in the blood of the Lamb. (Revelation 7:13-14)

Those who have diligently sought the Lord and have intimate relationship with Him have reached a place of maturity in the spirit. They dwell in the presence of the Lamb who will shepherd them and lead them to living fountains of waters. They have learned to draw upon the living waters of Christ for nourishment. Their testimony is that of the Lord Jesus Christ who has come in the flesh and set us free from sin and death.

 

 


Light and Power

 

Bob had a vision of a sword of light and power; it was like uranium power. It was so powerful that nothing on earth could withstand its power. He saw the sword hanging on a blood-red wall in a square room; the other side of the room was green. Bob was told that it was time for this sword to be released and it could only be released by the blood-red room from where it was hanging. The blood-red room represents the blood of Jesus Christ that the church no longer preaches. The blood of Jesus Christ cleanses us from all unrighteousness and contains all power over the enemy. The green wall represents inspired teachers. These teachers are going to begin to teach about the blood of Jesus Christ and how there’s nothing more powerful in all the earth that the blood of Jesus.

It’s time we get back to teaching about the blood and pleading the blood of Jesus over our lives; especially over the viruses that are coming.  These viruses can only be taken out by the blood of Jesus. It’s time we plead the blood over our houses because the enemy cannot enter in passed the blood. When the blood is on the lintels of our houses none of these death spirits can trespass. 

The Israelites took some of the blood and put it on the two doorposts and the lintel of the house where they partook of the lamb. The death spirit passed over the house of all those who applied the blood to their doorposts on the night it came to kill the first born in Egypt.

Now the blood shall be a sign for you on the houses where you are. And when I see the blood, I will pass over you; and the plague shall not be on you to destroy you when I strike the land of Egypt. (Exodus 12:13)

 

 


Serpents and Scorpions 

 

Behold! I have given you authority and power to trample upon serpents and scorpions, and [physical and mental strength and ability] over all the power that the enemy [possesses]; and nothing shall in any way harm you. (Luke 10:19 Amp)

Scripture clearly speaks about the Lord giving us authority over serpents and scorpions. That authority is the blood of Jesus Christ. Many years ago we prayed about the meaning of the serpent and scorpion. We found that when the serpent strikes at you it represents death coming to assault you. However, when the scorpion strikes at you, major sickness befalls you. 

Recently I saw there were two plagues coming to the nations, especially the United States. One plague was influenza while the other was like influenza in nature.  The scorpion represented the second plague. The serpent has been killing through influenza while the scorpion-like influenza results are severe illness that could kill you. By applying the blood of Jesus we take authority over these plagues and cause them to die. 

 

 


Inspired Teachers

 

We need inspired teachers to bring understanding about the advantage of applying the blood over our lives.  Often time’s sickness enters in through unrepentant sin in our lives. Each time the Holy Spirit convicts us of sin, we need to repent and put it under the blood of Jesus. Then it won’t rise up against us and have an effect on our lives. The Lord has already given us all authority and this authority can only be worked through the blood of Jesus. 

There are too many old Christians dying off now and many young ones are coming into authority but they lack understanding about the complete power of the blood.  It’s the blood of Jesus Christ that raises the dead, heals the sick, cleanses the leper and cast Satan out of the church. We need to get back into Matthew 10:8 and begin to raise up disciples because its harvest time. Some of the best laborers are being taken out by these plagues. It’s time that the body of Christ and intercessors raise up and take authority over these plagues so we can get on with the harvest. 

 

 


Sword of Power

 

Before Christ came, the priests took the blood into the holy place. Once a year they took the blood into the holy of holies to the mercy seat. (Leviticus 16:2) Jesus took the blood into the mercy seat once and for all when He rent the veil giving us access to enter in. the green wall we spoke about earlier represents the holiest of holies.

This hope we have as an anchor of the soul, both sure and steadfast, and which enters the Presence behind the veil, (Hebrews 6:19)

The sword is hanging on the red wall which represents the blood of Jesus Christ and all authority which has been given to the church. Now it’s time to release it through inspired teachers. This powerful sword is the revelation that’s in the heart of the Father and He wants to release it to the body of Christ. He’s giving us the names of viruses and plagues so we can come into agreement with the Father and take authority over them. 

 

 


Communion

 

Bob saw a family sitting in a circle each one holding their cup and bread as they took communion together. Different members would take a turn expressing their personal affection for what the bread and the cup meant to them.  It so pleased the Father to watch a family joined together in unity giving honor to His Son.

Jesus told His disciples to eat of His body and drink of His blood and to do this in remembrance of Him. 

And as they were eating, Jesus took bread, blessed and broke it, and gave it to the disciples and said, “Take, eat; this is My body.” Then He took the cup, and gave thanks, and gave it to them, saying, “Drink from it, all of you. For this is My blood of the new covenant, which is shed for many for the remission of sins. (Matthew 26:26-28)

The Apostle Paul recounts the Lord’s supper in 1 Corinthians 11 and he takes it a step farther as he explains why we need to examine ourselves first. 

Therefore whoever eats this bread or drinks this cup of the Lord in an unworthy manner will be guilty of the body and blood of the Lord. But let a man examine himself, and so let him eat of the bread and drink of the cup. For he who eats and drinks in an unworthy manner eats and drinks judgment to himself, not discerning the Lord’s body. For this reason many are weak and sick among you, and many sleep. For if we would judge ourselves, we would not be judged. (1 Corinthians 11:27-30)

We are called to be a holy temple of God sanctified and set apart for His service. Therefore we need to take daily inventory of our life and repent for anything unholy that we are guilty of retaining in our being. For example: if we hold unforgiveness, hatred or bitterness toward anyone then we must repent of these things. Christians are supposed to walk in the fruit of the spirit (Galations 5:22-23) displaying the nature of Christ. However our flesh gets in the way too often and we let it dictate to us instead. Then we speak out of hurt, disappointment and fear instead of love.

We need the Holy Spirit to guide us in all things. And when we come together for communion or even if we are taking it alone, we need to ask the Holy Spirit to show us anything that would hinder our fellowship with Him.  The Holy Spirit is the Spirit of Truth and He will reveal our heart with tenderness and love. When He reveals unforgiveness or bitterness, etc., simply repent.  The only person we’re fooling is our self, not God. That’s why its self-examination. No one can do it for you. It’s between you and God but you need to initiate it. 

For if we would judge ourselves, we would not be judged. (1 Corinthians 11:31)

Years ago the Lord called me (Bonnie) to come sup with Him. He told me to eat of His flesh and drink of His blood daily. As I began to do this early in the morning He began to teach me from His Word. It wasn’t merely eating bread and drinking grape juice, it was very personal and intimate. Through this act of obedience the Holy Spirit began to shine His light on those places in my soul that were not set apart unto Him. As I repented of my ungodliness He filled those places with the love of the Father, the joy of the Lord and the fruit of the Spirit. My desire was no longer for the things of this world but for intimacy with the Father, Son and Holy Spirit. 

 

 


Church Leaders Commune Together

 

I believe that as the Father was pleased to see a family gathered and taking communion, He will be greatly pleased when church leaders come together in intimate fellowship to honor His Son. It’s for the communion of the brethren joined together as one body in remembrance of Christ’ love for His body that He went to the cross. We have a greater understanding today of the practice of communion than the disciples did. The disciples’ understanding at that point was only the life of Jesus. Today we have knowledge of His life, death and power of His resurrection and can partake of it daily.


New Walk in the Church

Call to Morality

 

I saw that there will be a new walk in the church. It will begin with us being obedient to the written word of God and coming into a new righteousness in the church. There will be a new moral attitude for the Holy Spirit will be dealing with morals this year. Many that are immoral will turn to righteousness.

Those who practice damnable sin will be called to repent and the Father will forgive them. But if they don’t repent, their sins will remain even though they may attend a church. 

Blessed are those who do His commandments, that they may have the right to the tree of life, and may enter through the gates into the city.  But outside are dogs and sorcerers and sexually immoral and murderers and idolaters, and whoever loves and practices a lie. (Revelation 22:14-15)

Do you not know that the unrighteous will not inherit the kingdom of God? Do not be deceived. Neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor homosexuals, nor sodomites, nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners will inherit the kingdom of God. (1 Corinthians 6:9-10)

These damnable sins include adultery, homosexuality, thievery & cowardice according to Revelation 22 and 1 Corinthians 6. These are sins that the church is willing to overlook in order to maintain attendance and be politically correct. However they are in violation of scripture. This is not what God says and when we stray from scripture and become man pleasers we tread on thin ice. It’s time the church gets back to the Word of God and leads the sheep in the path of righteousness for the sake of the cross Christ died for. If we don’t shed light on the truth of the Word, we condemn the sinner to eternal damnation.

The truth will always bring conviction of sin to the soul. And it’s through conviction we repent of our sin and receive eternal life. By all means we must love the sinner and hate their sin. If we truly love with the love of the Lord, we will always be truthful. It is the truth that sets us free from damnable sins. If we walk in love, we will walk in truth.

Rubik’s Cube Prophecy

 

On January 12, 2007 Bob had a vision of an object in the sands of time, so he started to dig it out.  He kept digging all through the night uncovering it.  When he finally uncovered it he realized it was a Rubik’s cube.  

The bottom part was red; the middle was blue and the top purple.  So he looked into the cube only to find it was hollow.  He tried to line it up but couldn’t even budge it.  Then he heard this; “it will take many youth in unity to line up this Rubik’s cube. And when they line it up, where there were holes in the cube, the power and glory of God will come out.”  

So all night long he worked on the cube but could not understand what was going on.  He knew it was important yet could not accomplish it. After carefully examining it; he counted its sides.  There were four sides and a bottom and top equaling six sides in all and this was the number of man. And when these six were lined up man would see the power and glory of God again.  

Bob shared this word at Morningstar Church that evening where Lou Engels and the Call were meeting. The following day, January 13th the cover page of Yahoo told of a tournament that was held in San Francisco, CA. where teens were competing for title on the fastest time in putting together the Rubik’s cube. In the natural, the Rubik’s Cube has six colors however in Bob’s vision it only had three; red, blue and purple. I believe the Lord was giving a more significant meaning to this cube. Red was the color on bottom, which represents the blood of Jesus and the foundation for salvation. It’s where we all must begin our spiritual walk with Jesus. Moving to the middle of the cube blue was the color, which represents revelation of the Son of Heaven. We move onward and upward in Christ where our revelation increases in knowledge and understanding of the Word. Purple being the color on top represents the royal priesthood where the manifested sons and daughters dwell in His presence.

The number of man is six; three are spiritual and three are soul. In man’s spirit he is conscience, Holy Spirit and wisdom of the ages. And in his soul he is mind, will and emotions. If man stays his mind on the Lord, He will give him perfect peace. Then man’s will is to do the things of the Lord and his desire will be to stay free of the demonic realm by dwelling in God’s presence. These six things must be submitted to God. It’s our entire being.

The Rubik’s Cube is just one example of something that interests the youth and they are the winners. They have been blind in the spirit but now will put things together. Noah’s Three Doves

 

When the waters had receded for forty days Noah’s sent out a raven. Ravens represent uncleanness and he had to discharge it from the ark.  Then Noah sent out a dove three separate times. The first time she returned because she found no resting place and Noah drew her back to him and the ark. I believe this represents the remnant that will be present in this new ark of His light. Like the dove, as the remnant began to move forward there was so much confusion and discord in the body of Christ she had to return to the holy place of intimacy with God and find His rest. She still needed more time for preparation during those troubled times.

He also sent out from himself a dove, to see if the waters had receded from the face of the ground. But the dove found no resting place for the sole of her foot, and she returned into the ark to him, for the waters were on the face of the whole earth. So he put out his hand and took her, and drew her into the ark to himself. And he waited yet another seven days, and again he sent the dove out from the ark. Then the dove came to him in the evening, and behold, a freshly plucked olive leaf was in her mouth; and Noah knew that the waters had receded from the earth. So he waited yet another seven days and sent out the dove, which did not return again to him anymore. (Genesis 8:8-12)

After seven days Noah sent the same dove out the second time. This time she returned in the evening with an olive leaf in her mouth. Although Noah knew the waters had receded from the earth, he waited yet another seven days. I believe this represents the remnant that after finding the rest of God stepped out again in faith filled with the Holy Spirit. Although she began to speak the inspired word of God there was little demonstration of power. The remnant was still learning patience through perseverance and persecution.

After yet another seven days, Noah released the dove again and this time she did not return to him. I believe the body of Christ has been in a twenty-one year season of preparation for ministry for the greater works. She tried to step out prematurely but had no place to rest except in the Father. So she returned to her first love. Then she picked up momentum by spending time in the word and gained wisdom and understanding through inspired teaching. And she learned how to better discern good from evil and truth from untruth.  There was a greater level of maturity that transpired in the body of Christ through love and obedience. 

Most assuredly, I say to you, he who believes in Me, the works that I do he will do also; and greater works than these he will do, because I go to My Father. (John 14:12)

 

 


Message of the Dove

 

The message of the dove is “these are my beloved sons and daughters in whom I am well pleased!” This time she goes forth as the ark of His covenant of love knowing her place in God because He is resident in her at all times by His Holy Spirit. 

And the Holy Spirit descended in bodily form like a dove upon Him, and a voice came from heaven which said, “You are My beloved Son; in You I am well pleased.”(Luke 3:22)

These sons and daughters are ready for the greater works and will go forth into all the nations in power evangelism. They are filled with the Holy Spirit and resurrection power. Every place the soles of their feet shall touch they will possess for the kingdom of God. Bob was handed a huge white egg and as it was placed in his hand it began to hatch open.  As he drew closer to examine the egg, he saw that it had fire inside and it was like a birthing of fire.

This egg represents a new birthing and new life because it represents the second birthing of the baptism of fire. This baptism will be far greater than Pentecost and more powerful than Azusa Street of recent times. I believe we’re all getting ready to be birthed a second time in fire. This was the timing and we will see the fire of God this year. (Hebrews 6:5)

John answered, saying to all, “I indeed baptize you with water; but One mightier than I is coming, whose sandal strap I am not worthy to loose. He will baptize you with the Holy Spirit and fire. (Luke 3:16)

It’s the same kind of fire as the burning bush that was not consumed. I believe that now is a time of commissioning like when Moses received his instructions. When this egg opens, the wisdom that will be given is that of the Father’s will because it will reveal the Father’s heart to us. Then our only testing will be obedience to that which the Father puts in our conscience.

This baptism of fire means that plagues and viruses cannot cling to it. No demonic control can survive around it and the enemy cannot trouble you.   The baptism of fire will bring in holiness and holiness is one of the main words this year.  God is a holy God and when we are consumed by this baptism of fire, anything unholy that comes into our presence will not be able to stand. The power of this consuming fire will cause demons to flee and sickness, disease, infirmities and plagues to die instantly. Highway of Holiness

 

I saw that we had been working on a roadway and were just near finishing it. The road was made so you could drive up the mountain. I felt this was the highway of holiness of Isaiah 35 and I think this year there’s going to be more emphasis on holiness than ever before. We are called to make the highway of holiness presentable so people can drive on it. If you walked on this road it would take quite a while. But I feel the Lord wants it to be made possible for you to get there quicker.

A highway shall be there, and a road, And it shall be called the Highway of Holiness. The unclean shall not pass over it, But it shall be for others. Whoever walks the road, although a fool, Shall not go astray. No lion shall be there, Nor shall any ravenous beast go up on it; It shall not be found there. But the redeemed shall walk there, And the ransomed of the Lord shall return, And come to Zion with singing, With everlasting joy on their heads. They shall obtain joy and gladness, And sorrow and sighing shall flee away. (Isaiah 35:8-10)

We were nearly finished working on it so people could drive right up on top of the mountain and park. This is a year of holiness and there will be a quietness that the body needs. At different times they will come to the mountain top just to think on the Lord and rest in His holiness.  

 

 


Conditions for Holiness

 

The project we were finishing at the very top of the mountain was the highest way in God. We had worked on this mountain road so we could navigate it by auto. And that auto means being really impressed with the Lord. The conditions for getting on the highway of holiness are in Isaiah 55 which means your thoughts must line up with God’s. If your thoughts are in agreement with God’s, your actions and deeds will follow.

“For My thoughts are not your thoughts, Nor are your ways My ways,” says the Lord. (Isaiah 55:8)

Many Christians are coming into the Spirit of Holiness this year and that is the Spirit of Resurrection in Romans 1:4. We are called to be holy as the Lord Thy God is Holy (Leviticus 19:2). Then we have the power to heal the sick, raise the dead and do the greater works. The Spirit of Resurrection is coming to the remnant so they can bring thousands into salvation by knowing the way and that way is holiness through obedience to Isaiah 55:8.

We had been working on the road going up a mountain and had it graded down and graveled so you could drive on it. We just needed to finish it at the very top so people could drive up and park and look into the heavens. I believe this is saying that the heavens are going to be open this year. So expect to receive greater revelation than ever before. Then take it down the mountain road and into the cities and villages and watch them be transformed as you deliver them from demonic oppression, plagues and disease. When the glory rests upon you like it did Moses, no demon will be able to resist its’ presence.

Oh, that You would rend the heavens! That You would come down! That the mountains might shake at Your presence— (Isaiah 64:1)

1 John 1-5

 

The anointing this year is on the book of First John. Everything we need for this year is in these chapters. John was called the Apostle of love so that is why his greatest emphasis is on love. God is love and John understood this and his relationship with Christ was in knowing the Master loved him. He was just a young man with a vast understanding and acceptance of Jesus’ love toward all mankind. He opened his heart to receive it and bless others through it. My personal thought is that is why the Lord chose John to reveal the book of Revelation through. Because He knew it would be written by love.

In these five short power packed chapters John clearly describes the spiritual truths of light, love and life and how to have a deeper relationship with God. He explains how if we love the world, the love of the Father is not in us. Although John beautifully describes many spiritual truths and warnings of deception in the last hour, his greatest emphasis is love and intimacy with God. There’s a great importance he’s driving home in 1 John. We must understand our position in God and not partake of the things of this world. Love God and know that He loves us. If God is Love (1 John 4:8) and we are His children (1 John 3:2), then we must also be vessels of His love. And by being these vessels we demonstrate the Father’s love in every area of our life and to all peoples of every tribe, tongue and nation.

 

 


Overview of 1 John

 

John begins with testimony of the bodily existence of our Lord Jesus Christ (1:1-4). Since God is light, fellowship with Him must result in confession of our sin before Christ and our walking in light (1:5-2:2). To know Christ is to keep His commandment of love and walk as He did (2:6). One cannot be in the light and hate his brother or love the world (2:7-17). 

The presence of antichrists, who deny that Jesus is the Christ, is a sign of the end times, but true believers rest secure in the anointing of the Holy Spirit (2:18-27). Since God is righteous, believers are to be righteous in their lives also. Whoever abides in Christ does not continue to sin habitually or constantly (2:28-3:10).

Christian love is not something merely to talk about, but it takes action. (3:11-18) Active love gives us confidence before God (3:19-24). A person must examine various spiritual manifestations to determine if they are of God; only teachers who confess that Jesus Christ has come in the flesh are of God (4:1-6). In His love God sent His Son as an atoning sacrifice for sin. As a consequence we are to love one another (4:7-21). 

Faith is victory over the world (5:1-5), and there is a threefold witness to faith; the Holy Spirit, the water (baptism), and the blood (communion) (5:6-12). Christians are assured that God hears and grants their requests (5:13-15). And the letter concludes with assurance that the Son of God is sufficient to save (5:18-21).

 

 


Long Cold Winter

 

Get ready for a long cold winter.  Bob and I both saw that there would be a lot of snow and ice this winter and temperatures would plummet in many regions of the nation. At one point there was three feet of snow on the ground and the wind was howling. People were stranded and transportation was at a halt.

We saw that the righteous would not fear these troubled times whether in nature or natural situations. They remained steadfast in the Lord and went through each situation with remarkable ease. They simply stayed the course.


Blessings of Ruth

 

On the Day of Atonement the Lord told me to ask for the blessings of Ruth. Why I wondered and what are they?  Many thoughts ran through my head so I began searching the scriptures and seeking the Lord for His answers. 

Ruth was a person of strong loyalty and strong love. She really loved Naomi and was very teachable. She went into a strange land with Naomi and although she didn’t know what to do Naomi did. Naomi counseled Ruth and Ruth obeyed her to the fullness. I feel that Naomi in this respect represents the Holy Spirit. We need to totally obey what He tells us to do every day.

Ruth was loyal to Naomi. It was harvest time and after the harvest was all in Boaz would be drinking and he’d fall asleep. Naomi told Ruth she should lie at his feet once Boaz had fallen asleep, and Ruth obeyed. When Boaz awoke he was really surprised because he knew who she was. He knew that Ruth really loved her mother-in-law but I believe Boaz loved Naomi too. After all, it was her field that he bought and was gleaning.

Boaz told Ruth to go home and not to talk to anyone and he would settle this matter. There was one who was a nearer kinsman than Boaz and he would ask him to redeem Ruth. If the nearest kinsman refused, Boaz would then redeem her. So Boaz went to the kinsman and said, “Ruth is the wife of your cousin, are you going to redeem her?” The near kinsman said no because he had far too many other things to be concerned with and needed no more problems. The nearest kinsman took his shoe off and gave it to Boaz. Boaz then married Ruth, the Moabitess.

Through the bloodline of Ruth came King David and later our Lord Jesus Christ. I believe this was God saying “this is a woman who came out of darkness into light and I approve of this woman. I approve of her loyalty and her love.” She was a righteous woman that was totally loyal and obedient.

The blessings of Ruth are that you will be fruitful even in the times when there’s little. You’ll glean the harvest fields and have favor with men and God. She had such favor that the young men were told not to bother her but leave her alone so she could glean the harvest field. That’s great favor. I believe she was a beautiful woman both on the inside and the outside. Her spiritual nature showed up on the outside of her and she was very teachable and very compassionate. 

Ruth gleaned in the field all day and in the evening laid all her treasures at the feet of Naomi. She didn’t keep anything back for herself. I believe the father was watching all of this and said here’s a select seed that I’m pulling out of the generations and I’m going to use her because she’s a righteous obedient woman. And because of that she’s become sanctified. 

I think that laying at Boaz’ feet sanctified her for marriage and for child bearing. Ruth would bring forth future generations of kings and our Redeemer. There were two gentiles that had an inheritance in this; the other was Rahab, Boaz’ mother. Ruth was compassionate and loved deeply. She denied everything; all of her home and family to follow Naomi who became her all in all. That’s a person with great character. 

 

 


Bloodline Inheritance

 

The blessings of Ruth are that you will be fruitful even in the times when there’s little yield. You’ll glean the harvest fields and have favor with men and God. Ruth’s blessings were an inheritance to her bloodline that remains this day through the blood of Jesus. I believe Ruth tapped into the seven Spirits of God in Isaiah 11. Obed was her son and Jesse her grandson. King David, who represents Christ, was Jesse’s son and he walked in the same intimate relationship with God that his grandmother Ruth did with Naomi. Naomi was a type and shadow of the Holy Spirit.  

And there shall come forth a Shoot out of the stock of Jesse [David’s father], and a Branch out of his roots shall grow and bear fruit. And the Spirit of the Lord shall rest upon Him—the Spirit of wisdom and understanding, the Spirit of counsel and might, the Spirit of knowledge and of the reverential and obedient fear of the Lord— And shall make Him of quick understanding, and His delight shall be in the reverential and obedient fear of the Lord. (Isaiah 11:1-3a Amp)

The blessings of Ruth are dwelling in the presence of God and walking in spiritual authority by obedience to the Holy Spirit. By doing so the Spirit of wisdom, understanding, counsel, might and knowledge will rest upon you while you walk in the fear and awe of the Lord. There will be such a love relationship between you and the Lord your only desire will be to love Him and obey. And out of this love relationship spiritual blessings will flow. Then your bloodline will receive the richness of this inheritance through your obedience.

Thoughts That Exalt Themselves

One of these hindrances is found in 2 Corinthians 10:5.

[Inasmuch as we] refute arguments and theories and reasonings and every proud and lofty thing that sets itself up against the [true] knowledge of God; and we lead every thought and purpose away captive into the obedience of Christ (the Messiah, the Anointed One) (2 Corinthians 10:5 Amp)

For we who are going deeper into the knowledge of God, these lofty things are like balloons tied to our waists. They allow us some movement to a certain depth. When we reach that certain depth though, the resistance begins. Thoughts begin to enter our minds saying “God isn’t in that”, “God doesn’t do that” and things of that nature. Pride begins to argue against what God is doing and makes the believer buoyant against the depths that they need to know Him. Arguing against what God is doing effectively keeps us out of where He is calling us.

We need to either pop those lofty balloons or cut the chords that tie us to them with the Word of God. Either way, the Sword of the Spirit is in our mouth and we need to begin speaking to enter into a deeper relationship with Him.

 

 


Works That Slow Us Down

 

Another hindrance for us hangs off of us like large pockets that fill up with what we are going through. This hindrance is called “works”. In the process of doing things, either for God or for better standing with Him, these works pick up things along the way. They can pick up the situation(s) that we are going through, our accomplishments, failures, hurts and bitterness. As we pick up these things up we begin to call them our own. None of these things that we are going through are actually what we are going to, and in fact if they are picked up actually slow us down or prevent us entirely from reaching a deeper knowledge of God.

Here is a list of what we should be wearing. Galations 3:27, Ephesians 4:22-24, Ephesians 6:13-18, Colossians 3:12-15

For as many [of you] as were baptized into Christ [into a spiritual union and communion with Christ, the Anointed One, the Messiah] have put on (clothed yourselves with) Christ. (Galations 3:27 Amp)

Strip yourselves of your former nature [put off and discard your old unrenewed self] which characterized your previous manner of life and becomes corrupt through lusts and desires that spring from delusion; And be constantly renewed in the spirit of your mind [having a fresh mental and spiritual attitude], And put on the new nature (the regenerate self) created in God’s image, [Godlike] in true righteousness and holiness. (Ephesians 4:22-24 Amp)

Therefore put on God’s complete armor, that you may be able to resist and stand your ground on the evil day [of danger], and, having done all [the crisis demands], to stand [firmly in your place]. Stand therefore [hold your ground], having tightened the belt of truth around your loins and having put on the breastplate of integrity and of moral rectitude and right standing with God, And having shod your feet in preparation [to face the enemy with the firm-footed stability, the promptness, and the readiness produced by the good news] of the Gospel of peace. Lift up over all the [covering] shield of saving faith, upon which you can quench all the flaming missiles of the wicked [one]. And take the helmet of salvation and the sword that the Spirit wields, which is the Word of God. Pray at all times (on every occasion, in every season) in the Spirit, with all [manner of] prayer and entreaty. To that end keep alert and watch with strong purpose and perseverance, interceding in behalf of all the saints (God’s consecrated people). (Ephesians 6:13-18 Amp)

Clothe yourselves therefore, as God’s own chosen ones (His own picked representatives), [who are] purified and holy and well-beloved [by God Himself, by putting on behavior marked by] tenderhearted pity and mercy, kind feeling, a lowly opinion of yourselves, gentle ways, [and] patience [which is tireless and long-suffering, and has the power to endure whatever comes, with good temper]. Be gentle and forbearing with one another and, if one has a difference (a grievance or complaint) against another, readily pardoning each other; even as the Lord has [freely] forgiven you, so must you also [forgive]. And above all these [put on] love and enfold yourselves with the bond of perfectness [which binds everything together completely in ideal harmony]. And let the peace (soul harmony which comes) from Christ rule (act as umpire continually) in your hearts [deciding and settling with finality all questions that arise in your minds, in that peaceful state] to which as [members of Christ’s] one body you were also called [to live]. And be thankful (appreciative), [giving praise to God always]. (Colossians 3:12-15 Amp)

Do we have past accomplishments? Let’s then cast them down at His feet. Do we have past hurts? Let’s hand them over to Him as well and be healed so that we can then heal others. Do we have past failures? Let’s hand them in and let the Holy Spirit teach us from them. Do we have bitterness? Let’s let go of whatever we are holding on to and reach out to Jesus.

 

 


Idealism That Misdirects

 

One hindrance that goes undetected many times is Idealism. If God has called someone to help another across the street, what else is needed? Some get an idealistic situation stuck in their minds. “Only if it is a sunny day”, “Only if it is a person over a certain age”, “Only if I have the necessary equipment”, “Only on this side of town”. There are more excuses for not obeying God than there are moments to simply obey Him. In the end those excuses leave us unfulfilled, having missed where God was.

This type of idealism is detrimental to the believer. It is akin to gluttony. Gluttony today is incorrectly defined in many minds as extreme overeating. Although this may be a very visible result, a gluttonous spirit is never satisfied with what is or what it has. It begins stockpiling more things that it isn’t satisfied with in vain.  

Children begin dealing with idealism at a very young age. They have a desire, for example, for cake. In their mind they see a slice of cake. If the cake isn’t brought to them the way that they desired they throw a fit. The idea may have been for a chocolate cake or for a square cut of cake or for one with a candle on it. If it isn’t the way they think, then it isn’t right and is rejected. Yet they still want some cake.

When the believer falls for idealism, they begin going astray, from where God is calling them, to look for “the perfect church”, “the right set of circumstances to minister in” and other idealistic misadventures. Don’t despise the day of small beginnings. Be content with where you are and where God is directing you. The Great Harvest is about to begin and we need to be where He wants us not where we want us.

C.S. Lewis, in “The Screwtape Letters”, describes it like this. [1]“The woman is in what may be called the “All-I-want” state of mind. All she wants is a cup of tea properly made, or an egg properly boiled, or a slice of bread properly toasted. But she never finds any servant or any friend who can do these simple things “properly”—because her “properly” conceals an insatiable demand for the exact, and almost impossible, palatal pleasures which she imagines she remembers from the past; a past described by her as “the days when you could get good servants” but known to us as the days when her senses were more easily pleased and she had pleasures of other kinds which made her less dependent on those of the table.”

 

 


The Unforgivable Sin

 

Another hindrance to knowing God deeper has had a fearful misunderstanding connected to it for who knows how long. Many have been afraid they have committed the unforgivable sin and that there is now no forgiveness for them. The truth about the unforgivable sin is quite a different thing altogether. It is simply known today as Unforgiveness. 

Unforgiveness is like a chain that binds a person from even entering into knowing God. It is immediate, conditional and doesn’t stop the unforgiven from entering God’s presence. Instead it binds the one who will not forgive. Although most of the time an offense enters a person’s heart without a word being spoken, the key to unlocking that same heart from unforgiveness is through speaking. “I forgive you for…” is a great place to start.

And forgive us our debts, as we also have forgiven (left, remitted, and let go of the debts, and have given up resentment against) our debtors. For if you forgive people their trespasses [their reckless and willful sins, leaving them, letting them go, and giving up resentment], your heavenly Father will also forgive you. But if you do not forgive others their trespasses [their reckless and willful sins, leaving them, letting them go, and giving up resentment], neither will your Father forgive you your trespasses. (Matthew 6:12, 14-15 Amp)

Many have camped outside of the presence of God because they held unforgiveness in their hearts towards others while being afraid of committing the unforgivable sin. Let’s stop this silliness and enter His gates with thanksgiving in our hearts and His courts with praise. Forgiveness begins on our end and a deeper knowledge of God awaits us.
